A good promotion man is worth his weight in gold—gold
recordings, that is. The good promo man, as we have pointed out
here in the past, can no longer gain ground in his profession by
merely being “Mr. Personality.” In order to function well on today’s
music scene, he must develop a marketing skill as well. For the
local promo man, he must concentrate on his local area, being fully

acquainted not only with the means of exposure of recordings, but
that all-important follow-through to the retailer: making sure that
what is exposed on radio and TV is also exposed and available on
the retailer’s shelf. All is lost when exposure plus demand does
not equal sales.

Perhaps in view of the increased responsibilities of promo
men over the years do we hear with increasing frustration of the
inability of labels to find men to fill national promo slots. Some say
you can count a strong national man on the fingers of one’s hand.
It’s simply that the skills that are now required for regional promo
positions are greatly multiplied when an entire nation of markets
is one’s responsibilities.

Thus, it is clear, that a good local promo man can assure himself
of a major role in industry affairs by developing an expertise and
market awareness that looks at the entire national picture. The
smart local promo man should realize this, and become acquainted
with markets and promo strategy that he may not be aware of.
Perhaps a good idea would be for labels to pull out from their
regional promo ranks well-thought-of local men, and have them
spend several weeks in other key markets in order to give them
a more complete picture of the national market. Needless to say,
the promo man himself should take it upon himself to do some
self-study “homework” in terms of keeping abreast of all industry
affairs and developments through constant readings of the trade
papers, and, of course, prevailing upon executives at the home
office to tell him of national trends in promotion and marketing.

No longer, do we feel, can the local or regional promo man
be content with having an accurate appraisal of his own area of
responsibility. While this is essential to any company which must
depend on regional staffers to eventually bring home a national hit,

regional expertise must be seen in the light of the demands of
labels for “a national man.” Obviously, any regional man who has
set his sights on a more vital career in the industry should be as
well informed as possible when he is under consideration for a
national position.

“If you have something that nobody else has, the world will beat a path to

your door. Then, they’ll probably tear your house down.” So reflected Albert

Brooks, comedian and creator of “Comedy Minus One,” ABC Records’ concept-

comedy LP. Brooks, whose house was reportedly intact at presstime, has himself

beaten a very successful path through a maze of network variety, and talk shows,

club appearances and concert dates, all the while gathering critical kudos and a

reputation for off-beat satire. At least one of his sketches, “Rewriting the National

Anthem,” in which he conducts an autition and assumes the role of a half-dozen

songwriters presenting their versions of a new national anthem, has been termed

a classic and has received a sizeable amount of FM airplay.

Albert’s humor, unlike that of many of the newly emerged comics, is not

directed exclusively to the whims of a young counter-culture audience. “If the

Cheech and Chong people like me, that’s fine,” says Albert. “But I don’t want to

hit on the teen market. Everyone’s always hitting on the teens, and they’ve got

enough problems as it is.” At 24, Albert Brooks has an appeal that attracts

audiences between the ages of “18 and 60,” as he describes it, and he has been
equally successful with crowds at the Troubador as he has been with the

Nillsson-ized followers of late-night T.V.

On his LP Brooks employs a variety of novel techniques and structural

gimmicks to provide continuity and hold the listener’s attention. Much of it

involves self-parody: a detergent-style woman-in-the-street interview praising the

LP; a ping pong game demonstrating the stereo quality of the album and
numerous satirical introductions throughout. The title sketch involves a dialogue

with only one part recorded. The listener fills in the blanks from a script provided

on the record jacket, and a laugh track suitably rewards his efforts. All of it is

very recording-conscious, rather than just having collected bits and sketches on
vinyl, Brooks has explored the comic potential of the recording medium.

Having already completed a short film for NET-TV’s “American Dream Ma-

chine,” Albert’s ambitions lie in other projects involving film and recording.

"Possibly a comedy musical,” he ventured, in response to a question about his

future plans. “There are a lot of things I’d like to get into.” He’s been off to a

pretty good start. —eliot sekuler

NEW YORK—BARRY MANILOW—FROM THE BATHS TO THE CLOUDS
The multi-faceted talents of Barry Manilow are set aglow with the sparkle of the

man’s enormous talents. Barry has functioned in the capacity of producer
arranger, conductor, and piano accompanist for the Divine Miss M’s 40s camp
visual and auditory extravaganza. The multi-faceted musician has turned to

record his own album and released a single entitled "Cloudburst” from the LP.

Barry is coordinating a tour where he has put together his own show and is

taking it out on the road.

Barry has had a very good time functioning in the capacity of Bette Midler’s

conductor. At present there seems to be a layoff from performing with Bette for

at least a year, but Barry's unprecedented loyalty to Bette would have him play a

gig with her if she really needed his assistance. Barry said, “I’ve always wanted
to do a solo trip and now I have the chance.”

Barry attributes the current 40s camp boom to a take off on the things that
the Andrew Sisters used to do. He feels the music incorporates catchy lyrics,

Albert Brooks Barry ManilowBilly Joel

HOLLYWOOD—BILLY JOEL—AN UNSTAR IS BORN
Piano man Billy Joel reached over to give himself a facetious pat on his

bottom. “What’shisname,” he said ruefully, “still owns my left cheek.” After a

string of contract snarls and almost a year of forced retirement, Billy Joel has
emerged with his musicianship, if not his derriere, still intact and with a debut
Columbia LP, aptly titled “Piano Man” that appears to have justified the innumer-
able hassles suffered by all concerned.

A year ago, before signing with Columbia Records, Billy Joel serenaded the
boozers in a downtown L.A. honky-tonk barroom. His first solo album, on the
Family Records label, was already behind him and he had played to enthusiastic
audiences in the course of a national tour. But an onerous personal appearance
contract precluded him from using his name and so he was billed, if that term
applies, as “Bill Martin at the Keyboard”, playing “Melancholy Baby” until

closing time six nights a week. “It was fun,” said Billy. “The money was good
and I could be whatever I wanted; people wouldn't pay attention anyway. I had a

tie, a jacket and a whole different identity.” His present audiences being more
likely to listen, Billy Joel has had to readjust to the primary stages of pop
stardom. “I like playing,” he said, “and if playing music were all it was, it would
be great, but there’s so much other stuff involved. Now, I'm a boss who’s hired a

band and its a situation that I’m not used to at all. I’m accustomed to saying,
‘hey man, when are we going to play?’ Now its a matter of hiring musicians,
keeping it all together and being an entertainer on stage. Its taxing.”

His live performances are marked by a spontaneous, off-the-cuff banter and
although his music itself is very tightly rehearsed, Billy Joel’s act always seems to

grow out of the mood of the club or the concert hall. “I can’t have anything
planned,” asserted Billy. “It’s impossible for me to go on stage and have a set

show. Maybe I’m a dinosaur; all I can do is to talk and try to be natural, hoping
that my music will get people into the act. Some people are going to like it and
some aren’t but I’m saying whatever I feel like saying. I can’t relate to the whole
trip that’s going on with glitter and flash—I’m just a Long Island suburban kid,

punk or whatever. I feel like and “unstar.”
Billy’s musical training began with classical piano lessons at an early age, and

he was absorbed in Bach when he first heard Dave Brubeck and “freaked out.”
Later, he joined a succession of local Long Island rock bands, among them the
Hassles, who became fairly well known in the area. “What I wanted to be was a

Barry’s solo set.

Barry’s background in the business is quite extensive, and with a solid
j

knowledge of musical theory behind him which he acquired at Juliard, he has i

been arranging for the last seven years. He was the youngest musical director at

CBS, where at twenty-three years of age he was music director for a show entitled

"Call Back” which was a showcase for promising young talent. He has done
specials for Ed Sullivan as conducting and arranging and he was most encourag-
ed that he was given the chance to prove himself by being able to work on
network television. He would like to get back into television for he sincerely enjoys
working in the medium. Barry said, “I like the organization of T.V. I like the

orderly progression.”

Barry has done a great deal of commercial work and written and performed on
such spots as the McDonald’s commercial, “You Deserve A Break Today”, State
Farm Insurance, Dodge, Westinghouse, Jack-In-The-Box, Carling Black Label Beer
and Rheingold Beer. At present he just finished the new Pepsi jingle and
considers this activity a beneficial supplement to his income while he is promot- j

ing the album and going out on the road.

Interestingly enough, Barry's career as a solo performer in the Bette Midler
show, left him with a completely new and different set of emotions to deal with.

All the appearances were unannounced and he never knew how the audience was
going to react to his act. He was always received well and said, “There’s a whole
different set of emotions in front of an audience.” As a sideman the spotlight was
never directly on him and he never felt the pressure of having all the eager eyes
in the room focused on him. When he first attempted to solo spot he was indeed
apprehensive and the pressure seemed overwhelming. He had to readjust his

entire attitude to perform in a single light.

Barry said, “I want to contribute to music. I never did it for the money.” And
that little boy sincerity emanated from Barry’s smiling face.

In reference to his album Barry said, “I wanted to get personal on the LP.”
And a listen to the introductory cut entitled "Sing It” will at once attest to this.

The cut which is a recording of Barry at age three, was made by his grandfather
at one of those 25 (- record machines on Times Square. By inserting the track at
the beginning of the LP, there is a certain intimacy that is gained, and the

novelty of the cut is at once appealing. "Sweetwater Jones” is an up-tempo •

songwriter. The way it happened though, is that if you want your songs to be

known, you’ve got to get them recorded. Nobody was dying to record my songs
at the time so I had to make a record of my own. The role just develops into

recording artist-performer.”

Billy’s plans for his music are ambitious and he believes that popular music
can be analagous to classical music of a century or more ago. "Beethoven, for

example, had his hooks just as the Doobie Brothers do. His music was very

popular—its got to be if it’s to have an effect on a large number of people.”

HOLLYWOOD—CHARLENE DUNCAN—A TOUCH OF CLASS TEACHES A
LESSON
A friend of this reporter’s finally got his first major songwriting contract. He

was elated and had reason to be since his first song had been co-authored and

produced by Frank Wilson (“Keep On Truckin’” and "Boogie Down”) and

recorded by Charlene Duncan, Motown’s sensational new artist. The song was due

to be her first single and had already received enthusiastic praise from all of

the Motown executives. This songwriting friend, let's just refer to him as

"Good Samaritan” (He requested that this story be written sans his actual name)

related the somewhat amusing details of how his single was temporarily shelved

for another single of an aliunde tune. The song they used instead is Sammy
Cahn’s "All That Love Went To Waste” from the film "A Touch of Class.”

Ironically, Good Samaritan was the one who recommended that Charlene cut

Cahn’s tune. It all began innocently enough over a touch of food when Good

Samaritan lunched with Sammy. During the tiffin, Cahn mentioned that he had

written some songs for the movie “A Touch of Class” and would be curious to

know what GS thought about them. He asked GS to go see the movie and GS did

just that to see if a sixty year old writer (Sammy makes no bars against his age)

still had it in him. He found out that age only greys the temples and not the

tempo. GS thought the song was great and somehow felt obliged to tell Nancy

Leiviska, Charlene Duncan’s manager, about it. Playwrite Simon Gray wrote "Our

beginnings never know our endings.” Unless it happens to be a movie. He told

Nancy that he thought it would make a nice album cut. A few weeks later Good

Samaritan received a letter from Sammy Cahn. Sammy gratefully wrote "What a

nice guy you are and what a lucky break it was for me to meet you. Ever since

that marvelous lunch marvelous things have been happening. Last night at a

dinner party I met Nancy Leiviska and she screamed, "Sammy Cahn I’m to call

you and ask you for the song "All That Love Went To Waste! ! ! "Good

Samaritan” guarantees it is a hit and will be nominated and could win the

!” Well I got the stuff to her today!”

Naturally GS was glad to know that Sammy Cahn thought it was a marvelous

lunch and also quite pleased to know that as a result of it marvelous things had

happened for Cahn. However the indigestion came when GS subsequently learned

that not only had Charlene recorded it (this was his own initiative) but that it

would now also be her single pushing his own effort onto an LP. The moral to this

story is, of course, that an unknown songwriter should be rather careful when it

comes to patronizing the song of a known songwriter. He should have been furtive

instead of assertive. Good Samaritan has since dropped the Good in his nomecla-

ture. He’s not mad at anyone except perhaps himself for being nice rather than

smart. Nevertheless Samaritan honestly admits that the decided upon single has

been "marvelously” produced by Charlene’s talented husband Larry Duncan, and

probably will be a top ten record. Samaritan’s consolation, a sort of pyrrhic

victory, is that at least his own tune will be on a hit album. As to his feelings for

Sammy Cahn he quipped “He’s killing me softly with his song.” The song is one

of the ten contenders for an Oscar and Charlene unquestionably has the hit

pop version of the song. If the song makes the five finalists then Charlene

could coup the honor of singing it at the Oscar presentation. She already got to

perform it at The Golden Globe Awards. If the Oscar thing happens, Samaritan will

probably just sit home by his tv and watch Charlene croon "All That Love Went

to Waste” and watch Cahn win the coveted trophy, all the while, no doubt

thinking that none of this would have happened if Sammy had only eaten a little

more and had talked a little less at that luncheon way back or if Samaritan just

didn’t see that movie, or if he had just minded his own business (which in this

case happens to be the same as Sammy’s). Then none of that would ever have

happened. But then that would be terribly selfish and so Samaritan will at least

be able to know in his heart, if not in his pocket, that he did a good deed. But do

good deeds get bullets on the charts? Not on the record charts but maybe on

some celestial chart kept beyond the cerulean sky.

sounds they can bring to a song. I

didn’t intend to release these tapes as
a live album unless I thought they
were good, and I won’t know how
good they really are until I see public
reaction to them. I left some songs
like Kodachrome off the album, be-
cause there’s a big difference between
making a record and performing a
song live and recording it. Actually, I

didn’t have too much trouble choosing
which songs to include and which not
to. After a while, you get to know
what a good record is.”

Busy Schedule Ahead

Paul Simon is a private man, but a
busy one. The release of “Live Rhym-
in’ ” in Feb. is one of several activi-
ties he’s in the midst of. “In April I’m
going to Japan for a limited tour.
I’ve never been there and am looking
forward to it a lot,” stated Simon.
Before he leaves for the orient, he’ll
continue the work he’s begun with the
Roche Sisters in the capacity of pro-
ducer and try to relase an LP by Uru
Bamba which he also produced. Said
Paul, “Hopefully, we can get the Uru
Bamba record out around the same
time as mine, so people will know
who they are.” The artist indicated
that his next studio album will be cut
with the musicians in Muscle Shoals,
“after I write a couple of tunes.”
Tentative plans are to release that al-
bum by Oct. or Nov. ot this year. Bob
Altschuler, vice-president, informa-
tion services, CBS E Group,
commented, “We’re excited, about
Paul’s live album because we feel it

has the unique quality of an in-studio
product, and firmly establishes him as
a solo artist with an identity of his
own.”

headed by Chips Moman, an arrange-
ment with Brian Ahern in Canada
with Larry Yaskiel representing War-
ners in the U.K. and Europe. The
creative services department took a
very active role in increasing televi-

sion exposure for Warner artists in

The TV medium
was also used as a sales aid to a
much greater extent in 1973 than in

any previous year in the company’s
history. Albums by Deep Purple,
Faces, Seals & Crofts, The Doobie
Brothers, Alice Cooper, as well as the
“Deliverance” soundtrack all brought
in additional sales when merchandised
in conjunction with carefully placed
TV advertising.

Int’l Activity

On the international front, the com-
pany pursued a policy of encouraging
subsid companies to cultivate local

talent while continuing to act as out-
lets for Burbank-orginated product.
In a move to strengthen the compa-
ny’s position in the U.K. market, Ron
Kass was appointed director of the
British operation, having held similar
positions with Apple and MGM.
The year saw the start of a con-

certed effort to involve the company
in country music with Mike Sheppard
joining Chips Moman in the Nashville
office in a sales and promotion capac-
ity.

The company made strides in R & B
with the success of Tower of Power,
the signing of Nick Ashford and Val-
erie Simpson, while continuing asso-
ciations with such talents as Paul
Kelly, Allen Toussaint and Dionne
Warwicke.

Label Deals

Toward the end of the year, War-
ner Bros, welcomed Neil Bogart’s
Casablanca Records to its line-up of
affiliate labels. Other noteworthy la-

bel deals involved Frank Zappa’s new
DiscReet label which scored with the
Mothers’ “Over-nite Sensation.” Addi-
tional developments in the area of
affiliate labels are expected this year.
While record sales continued to

show healthy gains, the ratio of tape
to disc sales grew, realizing an in-

creased margin for the company. The
year also saw the adoption of the
discrete quad disk system with the
release of a full line of CD4 albums
and tapes.

Despite escalating costs and materi-
al problems, Warner Bros, expects to
increase its rate growth this year and
in the foreseeable future, with in-
creased selectivity with regard to art-
ist roster and album releases.

As jazz music begins to cross over
onto the pop charts, ABC/Impulse has
taken giant steps to gain greater pub-
lic acceptance for its avant garde mu-
sicians. To help boost sales for its 114
album Fall release, Impulse sponsored
a major hall /major market tour for
its talent and showcased them across
the country. Steve Backer, general
manager for Impulse, noted that 1973
was a year when Impulse “grew by
leaps and bounds,” and he felt Im-
pulse would continue to “lead the
way”, as it did in the 60’s, to shape
the future of avant garde music.

One of the many highlights of the
Impulse year was the signing of Ar-
gentine saxophonist Gato Barbieri,
who gained fame from his score for
the film “Last Tango In Paris,” which
earned him a Grammy nomination.

“The Smoker You Drink, the Player
You Get,” and its single “Rocky
Mountain Way,” turned the tide for
Walsh. With “Smoker” going “gold”,
Walsh plans to expand his musical
horizons and plans are being made
for different projects which include,
among other things, a “classical”
soundtrack album and more boogie
songs.

“Steely Dan have become one of te

ROXY, L.A.—Like a lot of good
things that have been around for a

long time, Rick Nelson has often been
taken for granted. As a pop artist

that served as a mirror for an entire

generation, he has been hard-pressed
to come up with a repertoire and
milieu could shake the complacency
of his audience and prove, once and
for all, that he is more than just a
relic of the golden fifties. His new
act, this time with a revised edition

of the Stone Canyon Band, serves
just that purpose and those who were
present at the Roxy opening were
witness to what is essentially the de-

but of a new pop art.

Drawing on material from a variety
of sources, Nelson delivered energetic
versions of such standards as Dylan’s
“Love Minus Zero” with the polish

and noise that has characterized his

act for the better part of two decades.
Also presented was his latest single,

“Windfall,” which is also the title of
his new MCA Records LP.

Deserving of special mention was
the Stone Canyon Band’s new guitar-
ist, Dennis Larden, whose solos and
accompaniment sparkled throughout
a very tight, well received set.

Opening the show was comedian
Steve Martin, whose off-the-wall rou-
tines caught everyone olf guard and
left the audience gasping hysterically.
His act encompassed almost every-
thing that a comic can perform on
stage, from pantomime, to juggling,
banjo playing and magic tricks. The
entire set was as funny as it was
varied and met with almost unani-
mous approval from a very apprecia-
tive crowd.

Jim Stafford
BITTER END, NYC—Unique is the
only word which can aptly describe the
fantastic creative energy that Jim
Stafford displays during his perform-
ance. An amazing diversity abounds
as the exceptional Stafford walks to
the stage with a well timed humility
integrated with witty cynicism and
parody. An act, entirely written by
Jim employs instrumentals, songs,
and a great deal of comedic digres-
sion.

“One Man Band”, a tour-de-force
opener, has Jim playing the guitar,
and two ‘bass’ pedals at once while
he is singing. The pedals, which are
operated electronically, simulate a
bass line and bass drum. Without
looking at Jim you would swear there
are three guys in the group. The well
timed rhythms and perfect coordina-
tion has to be seen to be believed.

A parody of the National Anthem
with a superb impression of Roger
Miller brought instant laughter. Jim
also did an early 60s rock version of
the anthem which was well received.

A parody of “Dueling Banjos” had
him answering himself, and a very
clever bit with a tape recorder had all

of us believing there was an actual
person inside the machine.

Settling into his current MGM re-

lease “Spiders And Snakes” gave us
a sharper insight into the great di-

versity of Jim’s performance. The
“Wildwood Flower”, a spoof on pot
smoking, was complimented by an
instrumental medley which displayed

true technical brilliance. The medley
consisted of “Classical Gas” and “The
Flight of the Bumblebee” and in-

corporated other guitar licks.

An encore brought Jim back with a

fiddle and by the time he had finished

the strings were smokin. Jim Stafford

is definitely to be watched.

So
this review will have to serve as an
“Open Letter” to Mickey Stevenson
(their manager), Russ Regan (20th
Century Records President, the label
for which the girls record), and
Barry White (20th Century Records
superstar). White should become an
intrinsic part of a triumvirate which
could get the act off the ground.

NEW YORK — With the signing of
jazz greats Sonny Stitt and Ray Bry-
ant, Chess /Janus has embarked on
what A & R vice president, Esmond
Edwards termed, “a major commit-
ment to jazz.” The company’s move
includes active negotiations with the

other top artists, the development of

new talent, the regular release of jazz
product and the implementation of a
major, multi-media advertising pro-
gram to give that product full sup-
port.

The signing of Sonny Stitt is espe-
cially noteworthy since the legendary
saxophonist has preferred to free-

lance for the past several years
with no major label affiliation. When
he recorded his “Mr. Bojangles” LP
for their Cadet label, Stitt was so
favorably impressed with every as-

pect of Chess/Janus, from production
to promotion to advertising, that he
saw signing with this company as a
major step forward in his career.
“Mr. Bojangles,” produced by Esmond
Edwards, is currently on the jazz

charts and already ranks as Stitt’s

most successful album.

As part of their support for Stitt,

Chess/Janus purchased specially se-

lected airtime to advertise “Mr. Bo-
jangles” on radio stations in six ma-
jor cities—New York, Los Angeles,
Washington, D.C., San Francisco, De-
troit and Chicago. So heavy a reorder
pattern for the album has been re-

ported in those cities, that this tech-

nique will provide the basic guidelines
for future advertising programs.

Pianist Ray Bryant, who, like Stitt,

had been part of the company’s artist

roster during the earlier part of his
career will also be reunited with Es-
mond Edwards as his producer.

“During the 50’s and 60’s, the Cadet
and Argo labels were among the top
jazz album producers in the world,”
commented Marvin Schlachter, pres-

ident of Chess/Janus. The jazz resur-
gence is continually growing stronger
as evidenced by the increasing numbex*
of concerts, the new clubs devoted to
jazz, and, most significantly, the up-
surge of jazz product that has
‘crossed over’ into the pop and R&B
charts. We feel the time is ripe for
making Chess/Janus a vigorous part
of the contemporary jazz market and
we are certainly well positioned to do
so.”

Developing new talent will be an
important area of the new Chess

/

Janus jazz program. Young guitarist
Jimmy Ponder, who’s been compared
favorably to Wes Montgomery, was
recently signed. His debut album will

be released on the Cadet label in

February. Chess/Janus is now seek-
ing other promising newcomers.

Goodman InTV Spec.
NEW YORK — Benny Goodman has
been signed to star in his first televi-

sion Special, “Monsanto Night
Presents Benny Goodman,” for na-
tional airing late in March.

Swinging along with Goodman on
the hour-long special, produced by
York Enterprises, will be special

guest stars Cleo Laine and Mel
Torme, as well as a host of jazz
greats, including Red Norvo, Slam
Stewart, Hank Jones, Grady Tate,
Milt Hinton and Zoot Simms.

Executive producer Jack Sobel had
also signed Clark Jones to direct the
show which was taped before an in-

vited audience at the Rainbow Room,
January 19, at Goodman’s home in

Connecticut on January 23. Taping
will also take place at Carnegie Hall,

January 27, marking the 36th an-
niversary of Goodman’s record-
breaking jazz concert originally per-
formed at the Hall in 1938.

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Japan Disk, Tape Gains In 73
TOKYO — Yutaka Ando, president of

Raid In Japan
TOKYO — Osaka police staged what
is believed to be the largest pirate
tape raid here in history on an al-

Flipper Operation Ruling
LOS ANGELES—A union of Los Angeles operators and distributors, together

with attorney Warren Wolfe, have appealed the recent Superior Court deci-

sion to ban flipper play in the city. A hearing before the California Supreme
Court is expected to be held late Feb. or early March on the matter.

About two months ago, the Superior Court in a 2 to 1 vote, overturned a
lower court decision to return flipper play to Los Angeles. The original favor-

able decision was secured by Wolfe and the trade representatives over a year
ago, ending a long city-wide ban on flippers and opening up a flood gate of

machine purchases and installations.

The City appealed that ruling to the three judges of the Superior Court,

which, as mentioned, agreed 2 to 1 that flippers should not be permitted in

Los Angeles. The equipment however remains in operation on location until a

final verdict comes down.
The Los Angeles trade must also wrestle with a petition by the local police

chiefs to prohibit any minor 16 or under from entering an arcade unless ac-

companied by a parent. A hearing on this matter was held at City Council

chambers this past Tuesday (22) and a decision is expected shortly.
