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Esralation Of Signing Costs

Is the era of big artist deals at an end? Think carefully about the

answer. The key word, of course, is “artist.” Does the question in-

volve an established act or a newcomer? Let’s take the latter area

first.

It’s certainly true that labels are taking a hard look at big financial

commitments to new acts. The odds have gone haywire against

major newcomer success. It’s also a question—at this point in time,

at least—of the energy crisis. Because of it, the word has already

gone out that one of the casualties of the vinyl shortage or the rate

of inflation is a lessening (for better or worse) of going along with

lots of new acts in hopes that one will stick.

This brings us to the established stars. If major labels are to

compete effectively in view of an unwillingness to try too many new
attractions in the marketplace, it stands to reason that they will

seek out those with a strong track record. And this is what seems
to be happening. We know that a number of major deals are in the

works to lure some superstars from their current label affiliations.

Today’s current economics or no, acts that do move on to new label

associations will be enticed with lucrative financial deals that will no
doubt take the rate of inflation into account. [We realize that artist

“unhappiness” that may have little to do with money may force a

change, but money is still number 1 on the Top 10 listings of reasons
why key artists leave labels.]

Thus, we believe there’s going to be a lot of musical chairs in the

future with regard to label rosters. And labels that want to keep a

super act are just going to have to come up with ante that tickles the

hearts of the artist, their managers and/or business agents or

lawyers.

In any era there is a considerable movement of artists of stature

from one label entity to another. This movement will be intensified,

and rather than leading to what has been seen as a cut in large

outlays for talent, the direction may actually mean greater artist

signing costs. This would be true even with the elimination of what
have been accurately described as “outlandish” deals for the so-

called “promising act.” Obviously, an escalation in getting the

“heavies” requires careful study in the economics of it all. This is

hardly the end of the era in big artist deals—especially when the

artist commands a commanding position in the marketplace.

NEW YORK — Murray Deutch, pres-

ident of the New York Times Music
Publishing Corp., has established a
long-term, co-publishing and adminis-
tration agreement with Metromedia,
Inc. covering music composed, scored

and featured in future Metromedia
Producers Corp. television and
feature film productions.

The New York Times Music Pub-
lishing Corp. recently purchased the

assets of the music publishing com-
panies of Metromedia, Inc.

LONDON — With Britain in the

depths of an economic crisis and a
miners dispute coupled with the acute
vinyl shortage, record companies have
begun to minimalize their releases af-

ter the Christmas period. Although
there is a worldwide shortage of

vinyl, in Britain the primary problem
is the cut back on the usage of elec-

tricity. EMI’s Uxbridge Road Factory
is now on a three day week inasmuch
as presses are run for three days
only although the factory uses the
other days for non electricity consum-
ing processes. At the moment EMI is

running at sixty to seventy per cent
of normal production but to offset

some of the demand it’s importing
records from Holland and other Euro-
pean factories as well as small
amounts from the States.

Coupled with this as EMI’s distri-

bution service relies to a certain ex-
tent on train services, the railway
driver’s go-slow for the past few
weeks has delayed delivery even fur-
ther. At the moment, EMI’s vinyl sup-
ply has been consistent and it has a
good stockpile. EMI released 10 sin-
gles fewer than Jan. 1973 and fewer
albums, also, but this is probably not
the picture for the rest of the year
as it is hoped that production will in-

crease.
Sir Edward Lewis, chairman of

Decca, installed generators before
the power crisis at a cost of over
£250,000 so Decca is running at full

production on a five-day week. Decca’s
vinyl stocks are low but it has
companies.
The CBS factory is running on a

three day week from the national
grid and open half the factory for
the rest of the week running off their
own generator. The label will soon in-

stall more generators when it is

hoped that production will he near
normal.
RCA is meeting production by im-

porting from RCA factories in Amer-
ica, Canada and France. For January
the firm reported a very good month
for sales and so far has not had a
problem of low stocks. RCA’s factory

Rock Prayer'

To A&M On A

Global Basis
HOLLYWOOD — Due to the “un-
precedented response” to the rock
version of The Lord’s Prayer hy Sis-
ter Janet Mead, an Australian nun,
A&M Records has acquired world-
wide rights to the song and plans a
major push on the single in the United
States. The single broke onto the
Cash Box Top 100 at 85 bullet this
week.
The only exception to this acquisi-

tion will be in New Zealand and Aus-
tralia where Festival Records will
continue to control all rights to the
record. Festival Records originally
released “The Lord’s Prayer” in these
countries several months ago.
With sales reportedly over a half

million units in the U.S. during the
last three weeks, the controversial
single is receiving strong reaction
wherever it is played. “The Lord’s
Prayer” was first played by KMPC in
Los Angeles, where it received hun-
dreds of calls during the first few
hours of play. “The Lord’s Prayer” is

being played on major stations
throughout the country with a similar
reaction being reported by the sta-
tions, according to A&M.
The rock version of “The Lord’s

Prayer” is not the first innovation by
Sister Janet Mead. She received a
great deal of publicity in Australia
when she began to hold rock masses
on Sunday at the Adelaide Conserva-
torium in Australia. These masses
soon began to draw thousands of peo-
ple of all ages. The Australian Broad-
casting Corporation is currently plan-
ning a production of the rock mass
for television.

Pye Records’ Mitcham factory has

Suppliers are
loath to set up new factories because
of the capital needed in such econom-
ically precarious times. Suppliers on
the continent have raised their prices
so English companies will have to
pay more for raw materials which
will inevitably mean another rise in
the price of disks.

Plans Mapped Out
HOLLYWOOD — Neil Bogart’s Casa-
blanca label, distributed through
Warner Bros. Records, is beginning
to make chart impact after a month
since its official start.

The label has made its first Top 100
showing with Bill Amesbury’s “Vir-
ginia,” which, in its second week on
the listings, is number 80 with a bul-
let. Buck Relngold, national promo
director, said the disk is also making
it big in Canada.

‘Honest,’ Disk-Style Commercials
WB Promo Meet In Acapulcc;

Kalicka Top Promotion Man
NEW YORK — If the line between a

commercial jingle and a commercial
recording is thinning out, a good deal

of the credit goes to the efforts of

Garry Sherman & Stanley Kahan As-
sociates.

One of the ad world’s top jingle writ-

I

ers/producers/arrangers, both men
started their company eight years ago
with a strong background in the re-

cording field, having had associations

with at least 50 chart-making disks.

According to Kahan, the basic ele-

ment of success in their jingles efforts

is a reflection of their “honest” ap-
proach to making recordings. “Ad
agencies,” says Kahan, “are learning

that nothing makes it if it’s dishon-

est. Using the proper music and musi-
cians from concept to production and
an approach in the studio that’s iden-

tical to a recording are essential.”

Among the team’s many credits in

the jingle world are work for such
products or services as Coca-Cola,
Miller Beer, Volkswagen, Scott’s lawn
products, Buick and Carroll’s Res-
taurant. On the Coke and Miller ac-

count, they work closely with Billy

Davis, music producer for Coke and
Miller, and Bill Backer, creative direc-

tor of McCann-Erickson, the large ad
agency.

Kahan and Sherman’s music indus-
try background is extensive, and in-

cludes dates cut by Solomon Burke,
Bobby Goldsboro, Aretha Franklin,
Chuck Jackson, Gene Pitney, Jay &
the Americans, Van Morrison, Frank
Sinatra, among others. Sherman was
also musical supervisor for “Purlie,”
the hit musical, and has been nomi-
nated for two Pulitzer Prizes for seri-

ous music compostions in 1969 and
1971.

Ad Scene Change

Kahan admits that the ad agency
scene has changed quite a bit in re-

cent years to a degree they are now
staffed by personnel who are more
aware of today’s trends in music.
“The Ivy League image is fading in

favor of fine arts and ‘street people’
who understand today’s music. At one
time, I had to clarify what I was
talking about, and go through reams
of conversation and records.”

Kahan cites as an example of “mu-
sic honesty” in commercials his
uneasiness when he views a commer-
cial whose music does not fit the
scene, such as a shampoo production
that might have a frantic musical se-
quence to go along with a scene of
girl shampooing her hair. “A sham-
poo just isn’t that exciting, so why
should it be depicted as such?” he
explains.

Goodman Obtains
‘Chariot’ Music
Rights At MIDEM
NEW YORK — Living in the south
of France can have its business ad-
vantages as well as its pleasures, for
it enabled Harry Goodman, who
makes his officer in Vence, France to
be the first at MIDEM this year where
he acquired for Jewel Music Publish-
ing Co. Inc. the publishing rights for
the soundtrack of the hit movie
“Chariots Of The Gods.”

Based on the best-sellers by Erich
Von Daniken, the movie opened three
weeks ago in Los Angeles and the
following week in San Francisco and
Detroit and already has grossed over
$1.3 million in that time. Nationwide
release will be complete by the begin-
ning of March.

The theme from the movie was
written by Peter Thomas, and the
soundtrack is being rush-released by
Polydor. At this time no single re-
lease of the theme has been sched-
uled, but several major artists have

\^been contacted by Gene Goodman and
Joe Di Sabato of Jewel Music Pub-
lishing Co. Inc., and a commitment is
expected shortly.

Kahan’s working relationship with
Sherman is one of warmth and great
respect. “Garry is a complete musi-
cians who walks into the studio with
a concrete plan of action. He is, how-
ever, very flexible and will listen

closely to the advice of performers on
the date who have a solid feel for the
musical atmosphere we’re trying to

create.” The pair has worked most
recently with Curtis Mayfield, Aretha
Franklin, Nancy Wilson, Billy Joe
Royal, Bobby Goldsboro and B. J.

Thomas.
Kahan and Sherman are also put-

ting the finishing touches on an inter-

esting concept for the musical the-
atre. The show is called “Seventh
Son” and, as Kahan describes it, it

centers around a “Rabbi and his stu-
dents who are forced to exist with a
mixed rock ’n roll group. The music
will initially take on different direc-
tions—rock, theatre, authentic Jewish
themes—but start to take from each
other as the show progresses.”

A follow-
up check, as well as purchases of
tapes from various of his stores, indi-

cated that the stores were still selling
infringing tapes as recently as Jan. 11
this year, the spokesman said.

4 Labels Sue

On Charges

Of Piracy

BOSTON — Four record companies
have filed suits in U. S. District Court
here charging Magnitron Inc. of Ok-
lahoma City and Wildlife Enterprises,
Inc. of Brookline, Mass., with manu-
facturing and distributing pirated
versions of their sound recordings.

The suits brought by A&M Rec-
ords, Inc. CBS, Inc., MCA Records,
Inc., and Warner Bros. Records, Inc.,
charging infringement of common
law copyrights as well as unfair com-
petition on the part of the defen-
dants, seek a permanent injunction
against the continued manufacture,
sale or offering of unauthorized tape
duplications, as well as damages.

Recordings Involved

The suits alleged that Magnitron
manufactures the pirated sound re-
cordings which are distributed by
Wildlife Enterprises through retail
stores throughout Massachusetts. 'The
companies maintained that pirated
versions of their recordings included
“Killer” by Alice Cooper; “Master
of Reality,” “Pure Black.” and
“Paranoid,” all by Black Sabbath on
the Warner Bros, label; “Stones” by
Neil Diamond on the MCA label;
“IMad Dogs and Englishmen” by Joe
Cocker and “Tea for the Tillerman”
by Cat Stevens on the A&!\I label, and
“The Need for Love” by Earth, Wind
& Fire; “Santana” by Santana;
“Pearl” by Janis Joplin, and “New
York City” by A1 Kooper on the CBS
label. These pii'ated tapes, the suits
say, were purchased in a number of
stores operated by Bradlee’s and at
the Hyde Park IMusic Center in Hyde
Park, Mass.

Last Dec., the same record compa-
nies were granted a temporary i-e-

straining order by the Superior Court
of Massachusetts against Wildlife En-
terprises and the Stop & Shop Com-
panies, Inc., doing business as
Bradlee’s. The suit is still pending.

“You’re a maniac.” Chuck Kaye, former A&M vice-president told Tim Weisberg.

“It’s going to take a while, but you’re so tenacious that I know you’re going to

make it.” Before signing with A&M, Tim had banged his head against the wall of

a dozen Southern California college auditoriums, playing for a pittance, just trying

to get his foot inside the door.

“I wanted to play,” recounted Weisberg. “I didn’t know what needed to be

done, but I expended the energy. I ended up being a manager, a schlepper, the

bank; I bought the equipment and sold my sportscar to buy a van.” When I

played a college gig. I’d xerox the reviews and send them to another school.

‘Look; I’d say, ‘let us play a noon concert for 100 bucks and then if you dig us,

invite us back to do another concert. So we played with people like Frank Zappa

and Buffy St. Marie— I even had to do a thing with some money for the concert

director of one school—but it worked. People liked us and I finally took some of

those reviews to A&M Records.”

Tim Weisberg’s music is a complex blend of wildly diverse elements, a mixture

that reflects his classical background, an affection for rock music and an aloof

rapport with jazz. “There’s really a wide spectrum of things that I like,” says Tim.

“You might hear in my music some of the subtleties and color changes that are

found in classical music. There’s also a rock orientation there; I like the rhythms

in rock and the emotions that come out.”

Because his act is instrumental and based partially on improvisation, Tim has

had to avoid being branded as a jazz artist. “I’m really not a jazz player,” he

says. “But you can play 50,000 pop gigs, then play one jazz date and they

pidgeon hole you.

NEW YORK—LARRY O’NEILL—BRIDGING THE GAP

Vibrant operatic tenor Larry O’Neill, is attempting to bridge the worlds of the
rock and classical modes with a distinctive type of music which could be classed
MOR) but in reality has a much wider appeal. A wider appeal, because O’Neill

incorporates elements from two very different genres and the textural meld he
constructs is truly a unique sound.

The multi-lingual classically oriented tenor, was a protege of the widow of the
late operatic singer Pasquel D’Amato. His extensive background in languages
allows him to sing with a sophisticated knowledge in Italian, French, German,
Spanish, Hebrew and Irish.

An entrepreneur as well as a polished vocalist larry has his own record label,

publishing and production companies. The Fenoragh label which Larry’s LP
appears on is entitled “Masters Gone Modern/Now And Then.” The label, named
after Larry’s Irish setter (naturally!) is being distributed independently.

Larry, the Brooklyn-born son of Irish parents who immigrated to the United

States from the Belfast region settled in New York prior to World War II. After

initial operatic tutelage Larry moved on to New Orleans to perform under Renato

Cellini, a well-known figure in the music world and his grasp of the singing started

to develop into new directions. Attending the Manhattan School of Music and

studying under Alfredo Martino privately, Larry progressed into a dynamism of

vocal power and execution. He has sung in productions as "Kismet,” "The King

And i,” and “West Side Story.” Recently O’Neill performed at Carnegie Hall and

his vocal stylization has been compared to the likes of Sergio Franchi and Enzo

Stuarti.

The outspoken singer related the absolute frustration he has encountered in

attempting to secure a spot for his kind of music.

O’Neill hopes to augment the interest of classical music without relying on the

usual standards as "Impossible Dream,” and “Ebb Tide.”

Although Burt and Kai penned several hundred tunes together their last

collaborating efforts, demanding a year and a half of work, went towards the Ross

Hunter fiimusicai "Lost Horizon,” which Burt blatantly considered "a colossal

disappointment.”

Burt, who just finished his Chevrolet tv special (it aired a few weeks ago),

announced that he intends to stay home for a bit and write songs. But who then

will he write with? The revered musical lama of Hidden Valley estates, dressed in

sports attire and tennis shoes, told us that he was writing with various people

including playwrite Neis Simon and Bobby Russell. This reporter had already

discovered the former information a few seconds before the interview had actually

started. Seconds after this writer wended into the Bacharach home, he was
guided down steps by Stan Rosenfeild, Burt's publicist, leading to a rumpus type

room which obviously was Burt's record regnum, with gold records on the wall, a

grand piano, and sheet music spread out everywhere. Rosenfeild briefly explained

that this is where Burt composes. The comfortable room opened up onto the

sweeping backyard of trees and a swimming pool. Burt was rambling about in the

house and hadn’t come down stairs yet. Having only seconds to scrutinize and

assimilate the entire room before the interview commenced, this reporter looked

quickly to glean as much as he could. The publicist was already trying to escort

him outside but as if feigning to not understand Rosenfeild’s quite affirmative

directions, this writer wasn’t ready to "walk on by’’ the piano without looking to

see what was in the works. The only split-second thing he saw was a song called

"Seconds” written with Simon. Enough time spent at the piano for no longer

could one ignore Rosenfeild, who was practically carrying on a conversation with

himself outside on the patio. This reporter scurried to his side, managing to come
in on the tail end of Stan’s "setting the scene” introduction.

The biographical details had already been furnished by Dorene Laurer, publicist

for A&M Records, the label for which Burt records. Fact sheets reminded one that

Burt was born in Kansas City, had been billed as a concert pianist during his

army days, had once been the accompanist to Vic Damone, had conducted and
arranged for Marlene Dietrich, had scored the films “What’s New Pussycat,”
"Casino Royale,” and "Butch Cassidy and The Sundance Kid,” and had written

the music to the Broadway hit “Promises, Promises" (based on the comedy “the
Apartment”). The fact sheets are practically ad infinitum. They would go on to

mention all of the Dionne Warwicke penned hits. The first "Don’t Make Me Over,”
was reviewed in Cash Box on October 20, 1962. Reviewers using the grading
system of that key day awarded it a “B+ .” The tune was listed as being written

by David and Bacharach, which is the customary way of placing the shortest
writer’s name first. Today, however, most of their credits are nearly always listed

as Bacharach and David. The record review called "Don’t Make Me Over” ‘a

strong ballad’ and went on to say ".
. . this distinctive deck could really go

places.” Just a few seconds had passed by and Burt came down the stairs and
onto his own "distinctive deck” overlooking the pool. He was trying not to think

about "going places.”

Now that the Chevrolet show was over, he had only a few weeks to just stay
home and write some new songs, rest, play some tennis, and then continue
nightclub engagements. Burt arranged his lounge chair and then before sitting

down cordially shook hands with this reporter, as he apologized for having to rely

on his left hand. He had just injured his right hand during a tennis match in

Miami for the Motion Picture Relief Fund, where he finished third. Comfortably
seated, he moved his drink from the right hand to the left. The glass had
embedded on it linear stars which somehow seemed symbolic and apropos since
Burt is a star. In fact this very appraisal may be one of the reasons for the
Bacharach/David abatement. Burt remarked, ”1 was on the road a lot, and doing
television, and while I was involved in these things, what was Hal expected to

often exhausting and exigent were concerned, somewhat forced the split.

However, Burt doesn’t want to think that the songs from "Lost Horizon” will be
the last ones that the two of them will ever write together but rather opined that
they are both presently involved in their own projects. This respite, might be just
that, no doubt, when "Promises, Promises” is filmed this year and all of the
Bacharach/David tunes are brought to our attention once more. Burt reported
that Neil Simon will write the screenplay adaptation and he also disclosed that
there will be some new tunes written for the film. Will the lyrics be written by
Simon or David? Meanwhile, Hal David is busy writing another Broadway show.
When Burt writes a song, say it happens to be one of new ones written with

Bobby Russell (slightly country influenced) does he play it for any special

confidants to find out what others might think about it? Burt says that he’s his

own best judge. His lovely wife Angie Dickenson listens to his songs but only
because she’s genuinely interested. Burt Bacharach appreciates the relentless

enthusiasm of say a Mitch Miller, where Mitch would always claim "It’s a

smash,” and even when it wasn’t always a smash, Mitch, says Burt, never
compromised for something like "Well it might make it.” This kind of conviction
is what Burt has adopted whether he’s right all of the time or not. It’s impossible
to be right all of the time. There is a hefty gamble to deciding what music the
public is going to like.

The prefix to the name Bacharach is, in fact, the same as two games of
chance, Baccarat and Backgammon. Three of Burt’s least favorite tunes “I Say a
Little Prayer,” "Message to Michael,” and “What The World Needs Now,” turned
out, despite his personal rejection to be very big hits. Here he conceeded "I was
wrong and the world was right.” Burt says that once in a while you’re going to be
wrong. The tunes to "Lost Horizon,” for example, didn’t fully come across
because the songs were specifically written for the film’s characters. He explained
that audiences would have had to care enough about those characters to have
made the songs more successful.

At this point in our interview, Burt’s publicist came to the sliding glass doors
and earnestly waved his hand and announced "five minutes to go.” This made
the reporter a bit nervous for how was he to ask Burt everything else in just five

minutes? He dispensed with the rest of his questions and told Burt that they were
now going to play a little game called “crossroads.” Burt, the natural athlete (at

one time he wanted to be a football player) thought about this suggestion for a

moment, curiously and with due reservation, as if to say "Well you see my hand
is still recovering and it has to mend for this big tennis tournament coming up.”
Next Burt watched his confronting interviewer to see if he was about to produce a

heretofore concealed tennis ball, some portable baseball bat, or some other
unexpected sporting appartus. His apprehension and curiosity eased as he
learned that "crossroads” was a mental reflection game where one stops to think

had they taken some other path along Life’s highway, where would they be today,

instead of here, rich, successful, and famous. Burt was asked if he had ever

played this parlour game before? Burt plaintively offered “no.” This short, direct

reply seemed to also describe his aptness to play but the reporter continued
"Well for example you wrote with Bob Hillard in the early days, have you ever

thought what would have happened if you had continued writing with him?”
“No.” "Well where is Hillard today?” "Dead,” Burt replied wishing to stop the

game. Next Crossroad question. “What about Sid Shaw, you wrote "Heavenly’

with him.” Burt answered “Sid’s dead too.” "Oh,” the interviewer said sorry now
that he ever brought the game up. The interviewer was now at his own crossroad,

either continue with the game (in the minute and half remaining) or go on to talk

about Burt’s new A&M album, his fifth for that label.

The new album is called "Living Together” and it includes some of the last

songs penned with Hal David like “The Balance of Nature," "Walk the Way You
Walk," and songs from "Lost Horizon.” His next album will probably include a

batch of new tunes. In the last couple of weeks he’s already written about eight

new songs. He plans to make demos for them for his publishing firms Blue Seas
and Hidden Valley. Bacharach said that he’s not interested at the moment in

acquiring a new artist to produce. Burt will play Las Vegas late this month. He
feels that performing is easier than writing, commenting "Performing is easy since

it’s the enactment of your own songs.” Around this time, Burt extended his left

hand again, and this journalist shook it and then left behind one of the world’s

greatest contemporary composers sitting in the serenity of his own Shangrila.

Mandel’s tune “The Atom
Smasher” was a great example of the
high energy level generated during
their show. Coryell performed only
one piece alone, sans band, “The Eyes
of Love,” which demonstrated his ex-
cellent guitar work. Mouzon let loose
on a couple of ocassions where I

thought his drums would either break
or go up in smoke, he played so in-

tensely. Larry Coryell’s 11th House is

definitely a group you should see.

PLAYBOY CLUB L. A. — Ivory Pro-
fessor Irwin Corey, renowned lecturer
in thallophyte sciences and musicolo-
gy was fortuitously on hand to deliv-
er the opening remarks. His befud-
dling introduction served as an ap-
propriate prelude to Ivory’s generally
good, but uneven set at the Playboy
Club.

A sextet, Ivory consists of two key-
boardists, a pair of vocalists, a bas-
sists and a drummer, all excellent mu-
sicians whose performance seemed
hampered only by the limiting nature
of their material. From their opener,
a boisterous tune, containing refer-
ences to Hare Krishna etc. and
through such songs as “Bringing Me
Down,” the band appeared to be
floundering in a structureless hodge-
podge, mixing extended solos and en-
ergetic vocals in a formula that never
quite managed to coalesce.

One bright spot throughout the
evening was the drumming of Jim
Divesek, whose precise and creative
use of percussion remained crisp dur-
ing even the most flacid portions of
the set.

In what amounted to an about face,
Ivory presented their new Playboy
Records single towards the end of the
set. “Life Goes On,” penned by Paul
Williams and Craig Doerge, 'was a
perfect vehicle for their collective tal-
ents, and the band’s sound became
more disciplined, tighter and finally
found the direction that had been
lacking. Once having arrived at that
plateau in their performance, the
group remained there for the dura-
tion of the set. A rendition of
“Nature’s Way,” a slow, winding bal-
lad, was again an effective showcase,
especially for Lance and Grant Gul-
lickson’s vocals.

Ivory seems to be undergoing a
very positive transition, one which
should be watched closely in the com-
ing months.

The L. A. Express, a tal-
ented quintet of super session men
who’ve worked with the likes of Zap-
pa, the Byrds, and Jimmy Wither-
spoon on the road, opened the show
and played well for about forty min-
utes, but were much more effective
backing Joni, so much so that they
consistently helped her achieve the
in-studio dynamics that made her
songs come across so powerfully.

and Trenton, and they lent th'eir vocal
sunport to Joni throughout the show,
yelling, “We love you” between songs
and occasionally shouting out a re-
quest.

ROXY, LA — Probably the second
world’s greatest black male vocal
group came to Los Angeles recently
with their soulful review. The praised
Philly quintet who are personable,
polished, and precisioned sauntered
thru their aggregate of Gamble and
Huff hits like “If You Don’t Know Me
By Now,” “I Miss You,” and “The
Love I Lost.” Each member of the
Blue Notes capably establish their
o-vm distinctive personalities and
voices. They also demonstrate some
of the best harmony ever heard by
this reviewer. Melvin himself is the
suave, soigne sophisticate of the act
responsible for several million selling
records. Especially good was the song
“I’m Weak For You,” off of their new
Philadelphia International Album. On
this particular number the group
comically spoofed it up with a descant
that invited audience participation.

Before a sellout
crowd the “New Audiences” presented
the reunion of Charlie Mingus and
Old Friends. And quite a reunion it

was.
Opening the show was the Charles

Mingus Qunitet, consisting of Charles
Mingus on bass, Don Pullen on piano,
George Adams & Hamiet Bluitt on
alto and tenor sax, and Danny Rich-
mond, one of the best jazz drummers
alive. The Quintet was joined by John
Faddis, a truly surperb trumpet play-
er and a friend of Charles Mingus.
Because of the unusually responsive

audience, the Quintet performed for
two hours, spotlighting each musician
several times. The knowledable audi-
ence seemed to influence the Quintet,
as they jammed on such numbers as
“Peggy Blue Skylight,” “Celia” and
“Big Alice.”

After a brief intermission the audi-
ence was anxiously awaiting the ar-
rival of Roland Kirk, and his per-
formance was no let-do-wn. The sec-
ond set saw the Mingus Quintet, along
with Roland Kirk, John Handy,
Charles McPherson, and John Fad-
dis work together.

Forrest Green
BITTER END, NYC — An interest-
ing assortment of roots, influences
and techniques are incorporated into
the fiery set of Forest Green. The
opening night engagement of the
Capitol recording artists proved to be
an enchanting musical sojourn, taking
us from rock to classical and im-
provisational jazz. Forest Green has
the ability to put these rather diver-
gent elements together, and the result
is a textural meld that proved itself

to be both tight and musically satis-

fying.
The full instrumentation included a

tenor and alto saxophone, flute, bass
guitar, lead guitar, drums, bassoon
and two electric pianos. At once the
group began to cook coming up with
intriguing rhythms, tight vocal har-
mony, and instrumentation par excel-
lence.

A sophisticated rock ensemble, their
choice of material was apt because it

“Movin’ To The Country”, a real

they know what hit them. “Go Down Fight-
ing” is typical of the band’s straight forward
approach, and we all know that the shortest
distance between two minds is a thumping
rock beat with solid vocals behind it. “Not
Faking It,” “Child In The Sun,” and a great
version of Joni Mitchell’s “This Flight Tonight”
are further proof that this group is on its way
to the very top.

The quote from Kahlil Gibran on the back

Mack White was born and reared in a family of musicians and show business
promoters.

At the age of four Mack was encouraged to begin a

serious study of music. Starting with the guitar, he studied with many profession-

al teachers and musicians as early as grammar school and continues those

studies today.

His study of music has paid off in a sensitive awareness of changing styles and
a keen intuition of not just what’s going on now, but where the musical scene is

New Opry House To
Have Grand Opening
NASHVILLE — The grand opening
and first performance of the Grand
Ole Opry in Radio Station WSM’s
new $15-million Opry House will take
place March 16 before a capacity au-
dience of regular Opry fans and mu-
sic industry, civic, business, and gov-
ernment notables from across the na-
tion.

The last Saturday evening per-
formance of the Grand Ole Opry in

the 84-year-old Ryman Auditorium,
home of the Opry since 1942, will be
March 9, and the last Friday evening
performance will be March 15.

The new 4,400-seat air-conditioned
Opry House has been under construc-
tion since November 12, 1971. It is the
world’s largest broadcasting studio.

Construction of the House is substan-
tially complete, with only some equip-
ment installations and tests remaining
to be completed.

It wdll be the first building to house
the Opry that was specifically de-
signed and built for the 48-year-old
radio show. The Opry began as “The
WSM Barn Dance” in November, 1925
in one of the WSM studios on the
fifth floor of The National Life and
Accident Insurance Company home
office building. The name was changed
a few months later to “The Grand Ole
Opry” after a fortuitous ad lib

opening remark by the program’s
master of ceremonies, “the Solemn
Ole Judge,” the late George D. Hay.
The Opry outgrew a succession of

larger and larger studios and then
was moved to the East Nashville Tab-
ernacle, then to the old Hillsboro
Theatre, and then to the War Mem-
orial Auditorium, before moving to

the 3,000-seat Ryman Auditorium in

1941.
National Life and Accident bought

the Ryman in 1963 and changed its

name to the Grand Ole Opry House.
The insurance company began serious
studies of the feasibility of making
the Ryman the permanent home of
the Opry. Although many improve-
ments were made to the propertv, air

conditioning the building turned out
to be impractical, and the company
was not successful in obtaining addi-
tional property surrounding the Ry-
man for parking.
The architectural firm of Welton

Beckett & Associates of Los Angeles
was given the assignment of creating
a house with a greater seating capaci-
ty, yet one that would retain the

intimacy between performer and audi-
ence that exists in its present loca-

tion.

The new Opry House has fine

acoustical and lighting systems, 12

dressing rooms, a band rehearsal
room, more than 12,000 feet of stor-

age space. Television shows can be
produced in the 4,400-seat Opry
House auditorium or in the separate
television production studio, that has
a seating capacity of 250.

In addition to being the new home
of the Grand Ole Opry, the new house
will be available for a wide range of

events from conventions to per-

formances by symphonic orchestras.

The House has been booked by the

Nashville Symphony Orchestra for a

guest appearance by pianist Van Cli-

burn this spring as well as for two
broadway show summer perform-
ances. Other events scheduled to date

include television specials, a major
cattle auction and a performance by
a Noinvegian Ballet company. The
House stage is 110 feet wide and 68

feet deep and the depth can be ex-

tended to 91 feet by means of a hy-
draulically-operated elevating mech-
anism.

Planning is underway for the

30-minutc dedicatory ceremony which

will precede the beginning of the first

Grand Ole Opry performance in the

new House, and the list of guests to

be invited is being compiled.

“We already have a file of requests

for tickets to the first show that be-

gan coming in from regular Opry
fans many months ago,” says E. W.
(Bud) Wendell, vice president and
general manager of the Opry and

Joel Cohen of Kudo III Manage-
ment in Beverly Hills, manager of

Steely Dan said, “the time just isn’t

right now. American groups don’t

know what will happen to them if

they play England, especially with the

severe gas shortage.”

Steely Dan and Walsh are on the

ABC-Dunhill label in the U.S., and

represented by Probe Records in the

U.K.

A Probe spokesman said, “until the

present situation improves, all British

tours by our acts will be held in abey-

ance.”

Seikodo Of Japan

Shows A Profit
TOKYO — One of Japan’s largest
record wholesalers, K. K. Seikodo
(president, Masanobu lihara)
reconfirmed his company’s sales tar-

get for the 29th term (Jul. 1-1973 to

June 30, 1974) and announced its tar-
get for the 30th term (July 1,

1974-June 30, 1975) at the firm’s an-
nual conference, held Jan. 26 at the
head office in Tokyo.

Sales for the 29th term are project-

ed to be 13,200,000,000 yen ($44,000,-

000) 200,000,000 yen more than ex-

pected initially. This is due to the

receipt of 8,950,000,000 yen ($29,833,-

333) by the interim report of Jan. 15,

1974, or 68% of the full term’s target.

Sales for the term as of Jan. 15 were
up 20% over the same period of the

previous year with records accounting
for 89% of total sales and tapes 11%.

Sales target for the 30th term is

16,000,000,000 yen ($53,333,333) and
the projected figure for the 31st term
is expected to be amended from 18,-

000,000,000 to 20,000,000,000 yen.

Shinseido Shows

Growth In Sales
TOKYO — The president of Masa-
mori Miyazaki, K. K. Shinseido (one
of Japan’s largest record retailers)

reported that 1973 sales is close to

reaching the projected yearly target
of 6,200,000,000 yen ($26,666,666).

Sales target for 1974 is 9,000,000,000
yen ($30,000,000), but the figure is

subject to change according to the
raw material shortage and curtail-

ment of electrical power. The sales
increase in 1973 was due to the estab-
lishment of 27 new branches in sever-
al districts in Japan.

Accompanied by Herb Bernstein,
her conductor-arranger-manager, she
will be making the trip under the
auspices of the United States Stars
for Israel program, founded by im-
presario Harry Walker and co-chaired
bv Alan King and Theodore Bikel.

The program has been sending a suc-

cession of American artists to enter-
tain Israeli troops ever since the Yom
Kippur War.

A.T.E. Is Good
Despite Energy Crisis

Despite the energy crisis and the
continuing industrial problems beset-
ting the United Kingdom at the
present time the Amusement Trades
Exhibition took place as usual from
29th thru 31st January 1974 at the
Alexandra Palace. The usual exhibi-
tors were there and many overseas
visitors came to look and buy at what
is generally considered to be the
largest showcase for the coin machine
industry in the world.

Lars K. Skriver, Germany arcade
owner and executive president of the
working committee for the promotion
of the German Amusement Arcade In-

dustry—a stalwart A.T.E. visitor was
in attendance as usual. , Skriver told
Cash Box that he is well on the way
to attaining a goal he has been aiming
at and that is to raise some 40,000
dollars amongst his fellow arcade
owners in favour of the Dolphin
Foundation for Disabled Children.
His collection in 1973 amounted to

5,250 dollars bringing the total

amount of $25,600. When the total of

$40,000 is reached a press conference
is to be held which will be attended
by many well known doctors and high
officials.

Also very evident at this year’s
show was the advent of the video
tennis game.
London Coin Machines Ltd., one of

the international leaders in the world
of coin operated amusement machines
took their usual prominent stand and
deputy chairman, H. David Rogers
said that although the show itself was
a success business was not as buoyant
as in previous years due to the condi-
tions prevalent in the U.K. right now.
However, as far as London Coin was
concerned the World Cup, manufac-
tured especially for the American and
overseas market, had done exception-
ally well. He had many orders for
this machine and although World Cup
looks like a video game, it is in fact a
mechanical game, very esy to look
after, much less expensive and where-
as on a video game the player only
has control of the bat on the World
Cup the player has control of the ball

itself and is able to maneuver the

ball when attacking into the other

side. The game is manufactured by
Brenco Equipment Ltd. of Weston-
Super-Mare, Somerset who have a

factory of some 50,000 square feet

and a turnover of 100 machines a
week. Te delivery is excellent.

The American Kiddierama Company
were well in evidence on th Marmatic
stand and having established their
product in the States they are now
entering the international market via
Mar-Matic Sales in England, Japan
and Belgium with Belam Exports in

the U.S. representing Kiddierama for
the rest of the world. Shipments have
already gone out to France, Hong
Kong and the Middle East. Kiddie-
rama, the first cartoon machine in

the world, because of its content is in

the happy position of needing no li-

censes and no gaming controls. A
complete movie running for six min-
utes in colour and sound is available
for ten pence. They have the largest
film library in the world and have
access to all cartoons from major mo-
tion picture shows in Hollywood. The
Kiddierama heatre is a pi-oduct of the
technological age because the film is

unbreakable, the cartoon is a car-
tridge and the lamps are long buim-
ing so there is no problem on wear
and tear.

ADP Automaton from Germany

EDITORIAL:
A Word To The Wise

Every intelligent juke & games operator keeps a

list of reasons in his head why direct location owner-

ship of equipment will hurt rather than help that

location's profits. He normally pops these reasons

out whenever a direct sale threatens one of his loca-

tions. The major paints normally stressed are:

1. No location owner is equipped with the skill

and technical knowledge necessary to keep machin-

ery functioning smoothly, and it must either rely upon
guesswork when a machine breaks down or call in

costly service help from an independent.
2. No location can afford to rotate in new music

boxes and games as can an operator with a broad
route and with business contacts with all legitimate

distributors.

3. No location can adequately select the right rec-

ord mix for the box as can an operator equipped with

professional help in that regard.

Now, there are loads of other legitimate reasons
why the professional operator's skills always work
out best for the location, but let's just discuss these
three. Why? Because these are three areas which
many, many operators today are abusing themselves,
and in the main, they have absolutely no logical

ground to stand on when fighting a direct sale.

What hyprocracy! Imagine an operator mouthing
off to the owner of Joe's bar who's considering buying
his own juke, flipper and/or table when: 1. service by
that operator stinks and machines are either old, dirty

or dead half the time; 2. new or newer different ma-
chines are only reluctantly installed after the location

screams for months;
3. records are selected in the most senseless way

. . . letting someone who doesn't even work for the
route pick them and then throw them at the routeman
to put out anywhere he likes instead of utilizing all

the printed data available in conjunction with the
operator's own intimate knowledge of the tastes of

each of his stops.

What we’re saying is simply: don’t tell a location

that he can’t perform the necessary skills to keep
machines operating and coin coming when you don’t
provide those skills yourself.

In one instance he mentioned, a label discov-

ered that their defective product was not at all mechanical in origin but the result

of packaging. The tight packaging was causing records to warp, so the label

quickly corrected this problem and eliminated the defective product! "I can

honestly say the quality of records has vastly improved. Where formerly we had a

major problem of defects at least once a week, it has now been almost 60 days

since we received a defective record. That’s progress!” he concluded.
