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How About Hit Songs 
From 'Integrated' 

Musicals? 
To the non -student of the musical theatre, the phrase "integrated 

show" might simply mean a production that utilizes both white and 
black performers. Not so. Over the past 40 years or so, the musical 
theatre has supposedly evolved to the point where there is a logical 
"integration" between the plot and the songs. The fact that dozens 
of examples of hit shows have come along that fail to even provide 
a broad definition of the phrase still doesn't deter students of the 
musical theatre from "pontificating" (as one music man puts it) on 
the subject. 

It's true that such theatre writers as Rodgers & Hammerstein, 
Leonard Bernstein and Stephen Sondheim have used a strong wed- 
ding of book and score to create blend of dialog, song and dance. 
It's also true that the scores of these gentlemen are rife with hit 
songs, whether created by success of recordings or through various 
other means of exposure. 

Examples are legion on the number of songs from "integrated" 
shows that went out on their own-in limbo so to speak-and be- 
came public favorites, whether or not their audiences realized in 
what context the songs were first sung. So, it irritates us to hear 
at times (often from theatre writers themselves) that today's de- 
mands in the musical theatre don't call for writing hits, but songs 
that make sense in the show. Never mind such past hits from these 
shows such as "01' Man River," "Surrey with the Fringe on Top," 
"People Will Say We're in Love," "Maria," "Tonight, Tonight," 
"Small World," "Everything's Coming Up Roses" and so on and 
so on. 

The truth is, of course, that hit songs are possible from even the 
most integrated of scores. It may take a bit of cleverness, but it can 
be done. Oscar Hammerstein, for instance, was a master at this 
approach. His song for "The King & I" called "Getting to Know 
You" is sung by Anna to her students; apart from the show, the 
song becomes a charming love -song. 

We're all for musical theatre in which the book and score are 
tailor-made for each other. We're not for the cop-out, however, that 
as long as the public supposedly cares for the "integrated musical" 
there's no need for the possibility of thinking in broader terms in 
writing show songs. A majority of musical theatre songs today 
cannot, we admit, be divorced from their points of origin. But, 
there's still room for a lot of material that can cross the line. 

This is not a flourishing era for the musical theatre-at least as 
presented on Broadway. Fine, broad -appeal songs from a score that 
has provided countless hits over the years can do vital "advance 
work" in helping new shows make it. Some good show hits would 
also be a refreshing addition to the Top 100 and the airwaves.

Broader Mkt 
Sales Sought 
NEW YORK - Some acts are new to 
the marketplace, others have already 
established themselves in one area of 
the music scene or another, yet it's 
the Columbia Records marketing 
trategy to establish and/or increase 

their sales potential in common with 
individualized merchandising cam- 
paigns. 

Early last year-under the direc- 
tion of Bruce Lundvall, marketing vp 

- the label "brought home" such diverse 
acts as Earth, Wind & Fire, Loggins 
.& Messina, Mahavishnu, Weather Re- 
port and Edgar Winter. Again put- 

. ting into effect its artist development 
philosophy, the label later that year 
created a strong market base for such 
acts as Arrowsmith, Tanya Tucker 
and Mott the Hoople. 

And, now with 1974 underway, the 
label is massing its merchandising 
lout for such acts as Charlie Rich, 

David Essex, Rick Derringer, Herbie 
Hancock, Billy Joel and MSFB. 

FRONT COVER: 

MGM recording artist Jim Stafford 
is truly a unique and rare talent, cur- 
rently riding the bulleted #3 position 
with "Spiders And Snakes." The 
single has already been certified gold 
by the RIAA. Jim's single and re- 
cently released "Jim Stafford," LP, 
which came on the Cash Box charts 
this week were both produced by the 
skillful team of Lobo, and Phil Gern- 
hardt with Tony Scotti as executive 
producer. 

On stage, Stafford is able to evoke 
great enthusiasm with his perform- 
ance. Integrating a fast paced comedic 
rap with country humility, he comes 
off the polished professional he really 
is.

One thing this breakthrough phil- 
osophy has taught Columbia, adds 
Lundvall, is that there is "no one 
formula" for success. "The only way 
to achieve a break through is by indi- 
vidual campaigns. Acts don't happen 
the same way. You must construct a 
campaign around the individual 
strengths of an act, with an 
awareness of what his music is all 
about. It always requires-whether 
your a small or large company-an 
identification of the artist's market 
and the institution of a well -thought- 
out plan." 

Seeking the "strengths" of act has 
brought the label into the area of 
artist "counseling," whereby frank 
discussions among the act, the man- 
ager or music director and label prod- 
uct managers focus on both the aural 
and visual strengths of the per- 
former. This is designed to paint a 
"picture" of the act in order to initi- 
ate change, if necessary, and "person- 
alize" merchandising directions. 

Lundvall cites as one of Columbia's 
distinct advantages in creating cross-

Study Sees 70% Increase In 

Album, Tape Sales By 1982 
NEW YORK - The music industry is 
taking positive steps to ensure a con- 
tinuation of the spiraling trend in 
sales, according to an analysis of the 
industry recently released by Frost & 
Sullivan, Inc., the market research or- 
ganization. 

In projecting a rise from a 1972 
sales level of $2 billion to $3.4 billion 
by 1982, the New York City -based 
research firm forecasts the following 
positive effects designed to mitigate 
potential problems (e.g. the vinyl 
shortage) : 

Industry will release less materi- 
al, concentrating on better quality re- 
pertoires recorded by proven artists 
and, in the end, reduce returns. 

People who are forced to remain 
indoors because of the gasoline short- 
age will use their recorded music fa- 
cilities more than they do currently. 

Given increased material costs, 
there will be justification for list 
price increases. 

The 123 -page study predicts that 
the $3 billion barrier will be broken 
by 1980, a fact that highlights an 
industry which surpasses the revenue 
of all professional sports and the en- 
tire film industry combined. Ac- 
cording to a spokesman for the firm, 
the study was initiated last summer.

corded music and listening to it on 
more record and tape players than at 
any time in history," Frost & Sul- 
livan adds. Figures for 1972 point 
this out: recording companies re- 
leased 5,196 new LP record albums 
and 4,469 new tape albums. Trans- 
lated into weekly totals, this means 
that at least 100 new music albums 
were released to the consumer market 
every week in the year. 

The study notes that 87% of the 
recorded music sold in the U.S. is 
album product, either in the form of 
disk LP's or stereo tapes. The remain- 
ing 13% represents the highly specu- 
lative form of single disk records. 

In analyzing an industry which one 
company comptroller insists is "no 
place for timid or pessimistic finan- 
cial men," the report speculates that 
despite holding costs down to a mini- 
mum, recording firms will be able to 
show valid reasons for increasing 
suggested list prices. 

Also noted is the trend back toward 
recording company wholly -owned 
branch distributors, rather than dis- 
tribution through independent dis- 
tributing firms. 

Forecasts provided in the study are 
based, in part, by results of written 
questionnaires mailed to major re- 
cording companies plus talks with in- 
dustry executives; notes taken at mu- 
sic business conferences; trade press 
releases; trade paper estimates. 

Basing its conclusions upon as- 
sumptions such as an expected lower 
birth rate and an indication that more 
music is desired by the public, the 
study foresees an overall percentage 
increase of approximately six percent 
over the next decade. Quad sound is 
seen as becoming the mass item its 
advocates have predicted. Hence, suc- 
cess in the industry, visualizes Frost 
& Sullivan, will be dependent upon 
the realization that "quadrasonic is 
the most important sound innovation 
since stereo."

Piracy Charged: 

Federal Grand Jury Returns 
125 -Count Indictment In LA 
LOS ANGELES -A Federal Grand 
Jury here returned a 125 -count indict- 
ment charging the owner of what has 
been called the largest nationwide 
tape piracy operation in the country 
and four of his employees with will- 
ful infringement of copyrighted sound 

Indiana Is 19th 
Anti -Piracy State 
NEW YORK - Indiana became the 
19th state with an anti -piracy law as 
Governor Otis Bowen signed into law 
zfouse Bill 1192 which will take effect 
on July 1. 

In New Mexico, a state anti -piracy 
law passed by both houses of the 
Legislature was awaiting signature 
by the Governor. 

The new law in Indiana provides 
that those found guilty of manufac- 
turing, distributing and selling pirat- 
ed sound recordings will be punisha- 
'ále by imprisonment of up to one 
year and/or a fine of up to $2,000 for 
the first offense, and by imprisonment 
of one to 10 years and/or a fine of up 
to $5,000 for any subsequent offense. 

In addition, the new law makes 
mandatory that all sound recordings 
sold in the state contain on its pack- 
aging the true name of the manufac- 
turer of the sound recording, not the 
name of the presser or the manufac- 
turer of the cartridge or cassette. 

The bills passed in New Mexico 
make the unauthorized duplication of 
sound recordings a felony punishable 
by a $5,000 fine and/or imprisonment 
of up to one year, and make the 
retailing of pirated sound recordings 
á misdemeanor. The law also requires 
pre-recorded tapes to be labeled with 
the name of the manufacturer.

PASSING REMARKS-This week it seemed that the Beatle "reunion rumors were 
a little more active than usual. Amid gossip that they would reform and record an 
album (supposedly looking for 30 million as an advance) and would also schedule 
a major concert tour, all supposedly under the auspices of that young "wonder - 
man" David Geffen, this humble person decided to try a few phone calls to check 
out the validity of the reports. Not being able to contact the four lads, we pro- 
ceeded with phone call #1 to John Eastman, Paul McCartney's legal counsel (and 
let us not forget, also his brother-in-law). I asked John if they (the Beatles) were 
reforming and joining the Asylum roster. His immediate response was, "They 
have two more years on their contract with Capitol" and "It's not true." Phone 
call #2 was placed to Sid Bernstein, the man who produced & promoted the first 
Beatle concerts back in '64 and who just recently offered them four million dollars 
plus one million for charity for another concert date. Sid's response was the same, 
"It's not true, it's just another rumor." Phone call #3, which was placed by 
CB's Dave Budge, to David Geffen's office drew an immediate, "No." Evidently, 
the only one's who will be able to give us an immediate answer about all the 
rumors are John, Paul, George & Ringo and they still haven't answered any 
calls... 

The Raspberries, who were down to two members for awhile because of the 
departure of Jim Bonfanti (drums) & Dave Smalley (rhythm guitar), who left to 
form "Dynamite", have filled the two vacated posts with Scott McCarl (rhythm 
guitar) & Mike McBride (drums). Meanwhile (back at the ranch), Jim & Dave 
added Dennis Stredney (lead guitar) & Kevin Raleigh (keyboards) to "Dynamite". 
They stated that they will all share the vocal & writing chores. Watch for them to 
"explode" this year . . . Mike Patto replaces Mike Harrison, as lead vocalist of 
Spooky Tooth and Keith Ellis replaces Chris Wright, bassist, of the same .. 

Janis Ian, who had a big hit a few years back with a song called, "Society's 
Child", has a new album ready for release on her new label. The album is called 
"Stars" and it will be released on Columbia. Hope that Columbia takes a real 
good hard listen to a song called, "The Man You Are In Me" which just happens 
to be my choice for the single. It's a ballad type tune that will definitely generate 
a lot of excitement. By the way, the album contains her version of "Jesse" which 
she wrote and which was recorded and transferred into a hit by Roberta Flack ... 

John Denver has a busy schedule for the month of March. He goes into the 
studio in L.A. to begin work on his next RCA LP and also hosts the "Tonight 
Show" during the latter part of the month. His TV special, which airs over the 
ABC network on March 11 is very entertaining . . . Capitol is readying the new 
Band album release. It's to be called "Is Everybody Wet." . Woody Herman 
has just finished mixing his fourth Fantasy album. The release is expected shortly 

. Meanwhile, down at the Sound Pit in Atlanta, the English rock group "If" is 
mixing and overdubbing it's new LP ... Garland Jeffreys, Atlantic recording artist 
who for some reason or another didn't crack the pop barrier with his last single, 
"Wild In The Streets" (which was very very good), tells us that he's readying his 
next single, to be entitled, "Beg, Borrow & Steal" which should finally launch him 
into super -star status ... 

Chicago will be appearing at Expo '74 in Spokane, Washington for one night 
only, July 16, rather than the extended engagement as originally announced . 

The James Montgomery Band set a new attendance record at The Performance 
Center in Cambridge, Mass. The attendance was over 5,800 and the gross was 
$19,800.00. The previous gross was set by Bonnie Raitt, with $13,570.00 . 

Gary Glitter is finally scheduled to tour the states in late March .. . Black Oak 
Arkansas, is finally (and at long last) going to tour England in mid -May . . 

Columbia Readying a large March album release. Some of the good things 
expected are: Chicago VII; Live Rhymin (Paul Simon); Liza Minelli: Live At The 
Wintergarden and Aerosmith's second album called "Get Your Wings" ... Graham 
Central Station, Warner Bros. recording artists, on the Cash Box album charts at 
139 with a bullet, look like they will emerge as one of the hottest new groups of 
'74 

Ringo Starr, who is very, very hot at this time, has what looks like another #1 
single with the release of, "Oh My My". It was also culled from his still ever 
popular "Ringo" album ... Mercury records has released an oldie (early 60's) by 
Charlie Rich called, "I Washed My Hands In Muddy Water" which will create some 
more "rich"-ness for him . Grand Funk, recorded that classic by Little Eva. In 
case you can't remember it's called "Loco Motion".

"Such 
concentration, where it can apply, en- 
ables us to lock -up airplay in differ- 
ent areas," Lundvall explains. These 
units are under the direction of Steve 
Popovich and Stan Monteiro (Top 
40), Gene Ferguson and Bill Williams 
(country), Richard Mack (R&B), 
Chuck Taggard (MOR) and Mike 
Klenfner and Stu Slutzah (FM). 

Once the musical identity and "pic- 
ture" is established, the campaigns 
can be formulated on a specialized 
basis. 

Some examples follow:

Records, 20th Century Records, United 
Artists Records and Warner Bros. 
Records. 

Twenty counts of the indictment, 
charging Taxe with mail fraud, said 
he advertised in national magazines 
that he was selling simulated stereo 
tape recordings when the tapes were 
actually duplicates of the original 
sound recordings. 

The indictment further charged that 
Taxe used the mails to transport the 
illegally duplicated sounds on the 
tapes to customers in Lakewood, Colo.; 
New Haven, Conn.; Houston, Tex.; 
St. Louis, Mo.; Freeport, Ill.; Colum- 
bia, S.C., and Spartansburg, Penna. 

The defendant was also charged 
with transporting stolen property in 
interstate commerce. The property al- 
leged to have been stolen are the 
sound recordings which were copy' 
righted by the recording companies. 

Maximum penalty for each of the 
copyright violations is one year in 
prison and a $1,000 fine. 

Maximum penalty for the mail 
fraud count is a $1,000 fine and five 
years in prison, and the maximum 
penalty for interstate transportation 
of stolen property is ten years in 
prison and a $10,000 fine on each 
count. 

The indictment is a result of an 
investigation by the U.S. Postal 
Service and the FBI.

"You Are Everything" or dancing 
through the uptempo numbers, their 
show maintained the soulful precision 
that audiences have come to expect, 
and always receive, from this Avco 
Records super -group. 

So well coordinated is the Stylistics 
act that singling out a particular 
member for credit becomes an impos- 
sible task. Their harmonies seemed to 
reach a plateau with "You'll Never 
Get To Heaven," one of their more 
memorable Thom Bell -produced hits, 
and they stayed there throughout the 
performance. The Stylistics' sound is 
as perfect on stage as it is in the 
studio, and when they simulated their 
fade-out effects by backing away, 
slowly and in unison from the micro- 
phone stands, the crowd was complet- 
ly awed by their professionalism.

Diana Trask 
Danny Thomas 

SANDS, LAS VEGAS - Las Vegas 
was caught in the throes of the D.T.s 
recently as two top -drawing stars, Di- 
ana Trask and Danny Thomas, com- 
plimented each other in an extraordi- 
narily well -coordinated show under 
the musical direction of Dick Wright. 
In an unusual choice of format, Mr. 
Thomas provided the opening and 
closing segments' while Diana's 
smoothly countrified vocals brought 
the evening to a musical peak. 

Though she is best known for her 
several country hits, Diana Trask is a 
versatile performer with an ability to 
adapt to any musical style. Her Vegas 
act, while retaining much of its Nash- 
ville flavor, was well -suited to the 
extravagant orchestrations that are 
sine qua non in casino city. In such 
popular songs as "Alone Again, 
Naturally," Diana's arrangement and 
phrasing always emphasizes the 
story line inherent to the lyric, and in 
doing so, gives the song, whatever its 
original drift might be, the empathy 
and warmth that distinguishes the 
best of country material. 

In addition to the Don Vincent Or- 
chestra, Diana was accompanied by 
several members of her own band, 
including virtuoso guitarist Jack 
Watkins.

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NEW YORK-DONNA FARGO-SHE'S GONE FAR 

Donna Fargo is a feeling person. A free spirit filled with the vitality of life, 
Donna is able to touch you with the warmth of her inner being. Freed from the 
bounds of constricted commercialism, the young lady is totally disarming filling 
her conversation, as she does her songs with a palpable sensitivity and genuine 
compassion depicting the all too fragile human condition, i.e. growing -up, love, life 
and just being the happiest girl in the whole U.S.A. "I want to offer a variety of 
feeling in my songs," she sparkles. "You have to work from what you feel." 

And feeling is the key Donna works from when performing live. She likes to 
become intimate with an audience, to attempt a living room atmosphere from the 
'stage. "I want to give the people a free feeling." 

If you have ever been fortunate enough to see Donna perform, you know that 
the show is entirely hers. "When I'm on stage I want to compete with every other 
performer." In concert she performs something new or something that is current- 
ly happening big. There is no stagnated repertoire within the Donna Fargo Show. 
"I try to gain audience participation. I perform some pop songs and try to do 
something which is religiously oriented. "I love those religious numbers." 

With the current upsurge of country music burgeoning from the Nashville nest 
and growing in large urban areas throughout the nation, the term "crossover" 
although clinical at best offers an apt classification for a country/pop act. Curious 
ás to Donna's feelings about being termed as a "crossover" act, I wanted her to 
comment upon what seems the inevitability of country going commercial. "I feel 
there is a simultaneous change of country music. Country music has changed 
because the country artist has changed with the times. The music makes people 
more opened, it's music that deals with the heart, the nitty gritty. I try to hit 
towards the middle. I try to write what I hear." Donna eschews metaphysical 
nonsense and gross pretension which are found in a lot of the lyrics being written 
today. She looks to the simplicity of the lyric to carry her message. 

And free flowing is Donna's music. "I prefer simplicity. I try to express things 
naturally. I can't stand contrived music." There is an earnestness in her respon- 
ses, a devotion and unaffected concern for what she says in her songs. "Artists 
have a real responsibility to the public in what they say." And listening to the 
vivacious songs she sings with animated verse and sprightly delivery, one need 
only listen to the content to know of her feeling. 

HOLLYWOOD: MICHAEL STANLEY-A LITTLE HELP FROM HIS FRIENDS 
Ohio, the Buckeye State, with a population of 9,706,397, is 41,222 square 

miles of generally flat, industrialized land drinking in its sustenance and initial 
raison d'etre from the dank gloomy waters of Lake Erie. It is distinguished by 
flaming steel mills, soot -laden coal mines, a mosaic of college campuses and a 

peculiar accent that can often jar one's sensibilities. Ohioans say "myrrh" for 
"mirror," "crick" for "creek" and substitute "phosphate" for what every normal 
person knows to be a soda. 

Nevertheless, despite certain geographical and cultural idiosyncrasies, Ohio has 
spawned and nourished a disproportionate number of the world's rock musicians. 
Richie Furay, Rick Derringer, Joe Walsh, and a horde of other highly acclaimed 
rock personages have all, at one time or another, called Ohio home. And it was 
keyboardist Craig Doerge, himself an Ohioan, who once explained the pheno- 
menon: "There's nothing else to do there but practice." 

Michael Stanley still lives in Ohio. A few years back, he was featured in a local 
group, Silk, that cut a few records, did a few tours, then went the way that most 
rock groups do-"they're doing every -day, normal things now," Michael reports. 
Then, a solo album on Tumbleweed Records; a lot of problems with that one, and 
it was back to Ohio. There, he did some serious hanging -out, writing songs, 
playing occassional coffee houses and colleges, "just to try out some new 
things." 

Last August Michael Stanley travelled to Colorado, joining Joe Walsh, Joe 
Vitale, and other members of the Barnstorm group along with producer Bill 
Szymczyk. At a studio in Golden, Colorado (where Coors is made) they recorded 
Michael Stanley's recent MCA Records LP, "Friends and Legends." 

"For me," said Michael, "it was a dream -come -true kind of thing. If I had had 
my choice of any keyboard man, it would have been Paul Harris and the same 
thing goes for Joe (Walsh). I had my favorite players on that album." The LP 
features a comfortable blending of up -tempo rockers and slower, moody pieces 
with fine lyrics penned for the most part by Michael. Understandably, the music 
is tight, a result of the close atmosphere that prevailed during the sessions. 

"Everything that we've done together has been fun," asserted Michael. "lt hasn't 
felt like work at all." 

DONNA FARGO 

Interestingly enough, to purchase one of her records is a truly dimensional 
experience. For it is no longer a piece of molded vinyl but becomes the song of 
Donna, the vibrance of, her life and experience to share with you for a few 
minutes. The heatwarming, almost little -girl quality she gives to her music carries 
her message with instant appeal. 

When she writes a song, Donna usually works at it over a period of time. Again 
she stresses," I want to offer a variety of feeling be it happy, sad or interesting. 
Sometimes a song comes easy and sometimes it is a solid hassle. If you don't do 
it for awhile you fall out of the groove and it takes awhile to get back in. But 
having over two -million selling singles and having been honored with a Grammy 
Award for "Happiest Girl" an MOA Award for "Funny Face," and various other 
distinctions bestowed upon her by the Country Music Association, I guess it is 
safe to say that Donna hasn't fallen out of the groove. 

She considers her current Dot LP, "All About A Feeling," to be her most 
musical album, both lyrically and instrumentally she is quite pleased. 

Having gone from English teacher to superstar in the bat of an eyelash, Donna 
says about her five consecutive number one hits," I didn't have time to realize 
what was happening. I was so busy going from one career to another, that I was 
always working on the immediate." And perhaps that is the reason such a strong 
Nave of optimism runs entirely throughout her lyrical messages. Donna is not the 
type of person to think of what was, but how to make what will be better. 

She has performed once at "The Grand Ole Opry" subsequent to "Happiest 
Girl." She enjoyed working the "Opry" and marvelled at how," They put together 
a show in such a short length of time and it comes out so well." 

Donna has done television, and enjoys the medium, however the immediacy 
and spontaneity of live concerts speaks for itself. "The kids don't come up on 
television." And the feeling of the live audience is what is so very important to 
Ter.

ANNE MURRAY 

The "Snowbird" sings a "Love Song"-It started, of course, with "Snowbird," 
the song that made Anne Murray the first girl singer from Canada to be awarded 
a gold record, signifying $1 million or more in sales, by the RIAA. Anne also won 
the Canadian Gold Maple Leaf for "Snowbird" making her the country's first and 
only female to win both that award and the U.S. Gold Record. 

Anne was born in the mining town of Springhill, Nova Scotia, the only sister to 
five brothers so she grew up a tomboy, and ultimately graduated from the 
University of New Brunswick with a Bachelor's degree in physical education. After 
a year of teaching on Prince Edward Island she decided to fully pursue a career in 
show business. It was primarily a move to something she preferred doing. She 
started with backwoods concerts, graduated to small clubs and local television, 
recorded two albums for Capitol Records of Canada and they became bestsellers. 

Today Anne Murray has fully arrived. Her popularity is more than trans- 
continental, and her appearances on television, record and concert are in great 
demand. She's a public treasure in her native Canada, winner of virtually every 
honour accorded entertainers there, sure-fire box office in any personal appear- 
ance, and the first female ever signed to a contract by the Canadian Broadcast- 
ing Company for a series of television specials.

Grand Ole Opry 
To Open March 16 
NASHVILLE - U. S. Senators Bill 
Brock and Howard Baker (R -Tenn.) 
and Congressman Richard Fulton will 
be among the government officials 
participating in the grand opening of 
the Grand Ole Opry in its new Opry- 
land home here March 16. 

In making the announcement, E.W. 
"Bud" Wendell, general manager of 
the Grand Ole Opry and Opryland, 
U.S.A., said that the two Senators 
and Congressman would also be coor- 
dinating the invitations of Washing- 
ton dignitaries. 

Earlier, WSM vice president, Jud 
Collins, met with Senators Brock and 
Baker and Congressman Fulton in 
Washington to prepare a Washington 
invitation list and to begin developing 
plans for hosting the visitors during 
their stay in the Capitol city. 

More than 50 Congressmen, Sena- 
tors and other federal government 
officials are expected to join Ten- 
nessee notables and fans for the first 
performance in the new 4,400 -seat 
Opry House. 

The $15 million Opry House has 
been under construction since Novem- 
ber, 1971, and is now in the final 
stages of equipment testing. When 
completed, it will be one of the 
world's largest broadcasting studio. It 
will also be the first building to house 
the Opry that was specifically de- 
signed and built for the 48 -year old 
radio show. 

The new Opry House is the center- 
piece of Opryland U.S.A., National 
Life and Accident's $26 million 
"theme" park which opened in 1972. 
WSM, Opryland, the Opry, and Na- 
tional Life are all affiliates of NLT 
Corporation (NYSE, MSE).

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EDITORIAL: 
About MOA Membership 

For the first time in seven years, Music Operators 
of America will conduct a nationwide membership 
drive, climaxing with their 1974 Exposition in Chicago 
this November. MOA president Russ Mawdsley has 
set a goal of a 25% increase, which will put the 
number of member companies far over the 1,000 
mark (or roughly 20% of the full time music and 
games firms in business in the States). 

The membership drive will be conducted with the 
assistance of state chairmen, most of whom have 
already been appointed and again most of whom have 
been active boosters of regional associations, as well 
as the national group, MOA itself. They and their 
colleagues will be calling non-members to suggest 
joining (in the case of the more savvy operators who 
just never got around to signing up) and selling the 
association idea to others who don't see the value 
of return for dues rendered. 

In this day and age, when the skills and disciplines 
required to conduct a profitable, growth, operation 
have whittled down the number of coin operations to 
those owned by top people, we wonder why there are 
still so many who back away from MOA membership. 
To those who have never been asked to join but want 
to, we say reach out and call the Chicago headquar- 
ters instead of waiting for an MOA rep to call you. 
To those who can't see the value of belonging, we 
remind them that Federal legislators recognize an 
established representative group when a legal hassle 
is at hand and MOA just happens to be that group. 
It has saved this industry millions of dollars in the 
copyright situation. That's worth the dues alone, no? 

Need more reasons? Think about all the financial, 
educational and insurance help that comes from MOA. 
Don't know about that? Members do. And how about 
the annual convention. Some group has to sponsor 
it, arrange for it, set the agenda, secure exhibitors 
and scads of other large and small duties. MOA does 
this. How many non-members have enjoyed its fruits 
without any thought of helping out by belonging? 

Lastly, MOA membership is like voting. Maybe you 
don't think your vote (or your participation) counts 
but if everyone laid back, you'd have a handful of air. 

While MOA membership pays, forget that part, and 
just think of one's duty to participate in the national 
cause of better conditions for the jukebox and games 
industry. If that's too subtile a thought, then we feel 
sorry. If you're part of the top 20%, then MOA mem- 
bership is for you.
