Rays Of Hope Thru

Clouds Of Uncertainty

Gloomy mid-winter forecasts that the energy crisis would cut deeply into

record sales and in-person concert attendance during the summer months
can now be assessed in a more positive light. Surely, getting there won’t be
half the fun due to steady increases in gasoline prices, but the nation is

being assured that there’ll be enough gasoline for summer traveling.

This means that the music industry ought to be into the kind of summer
sales that about a decade ago began to evolve from doldrums to consistent

demand for the industry’s product. Concert scheduling should in no way
reflect any sort of energy shortages, which means that large outdoor arenas
will still cater to the industry’s top acts, stimulating the sale of new and
catalog product. This is not to say that energy-saving measures will not be
taken, for we are told that energy supply is still less than energy
requirements, but the broad perspective is one of “getting by.’’

Retailers who may have looked ahead to less inventory requirements
during the hot weather months should be re-assessing the situation to make
sure that enough hot and catalog product is on hand to meet normal
summer demands, which, in recent years, have been accentuated by
massive concert dates by key industry talent. Before the energy crisis, of

course, the summer months had proven to be a good sales period. Product
scheduling in recent years has seen the marketing of key LP product, with

an added boost from the tape cartridge/cassette end of the business, a

prime pre-recording area when the nation is on the road. And it looks like

the vinyl situation is under control, although here, too, the industry is paying
more for its availability.

If we paint a positive picture of the months ahead, we do so in looking

back at the uncertainty with which the industry greeted 1 974; a

re-evaluation at this time that offers hopeful promise is something we
believe is warranted by events of recent months, including, of course, the
lifting of the Arab embargo on the sale of oil to the U.S.

Of course, the strength of the U.S. economy will undergo severe tests of

consumer responsiveness to goods and services, but we think some
hurdles have already been overcome. Things look brighter for the music
industry’s well-being in 1 974 — and the vital summer months ahead may,
indeed, signal a successful transition to the industry’s crucial fourth quarter
sales period.

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CRA Seeks ‘Umbrella’ Status In American Song Fest:
Marketing Of Children ’s Product It’s Seen As “Popinion ” Sampler
NEW YORK — Formed last Sept.,
Children's Records of America is setting

its sights on becoming an “umbrella”
operation in the kiddie disk field.

As envisioned by Arthur Shimkin,
president of the New York-based com-
pany, this will mean that in addition to its

own flow of product, the company will be
making deals to handle kiddie product
from other labels.

CRA essentially got its start after

Columbia Records decided last Sept, to

cease handling its line of children’s

records. Shimkin, who had headed this

division at Columbia from 1968 until last

Sept., obtained the label's kiddie
masters — including Sesame Street

product — for distribution through CRA.
The company has since formed Sesame
Street Records in a deal with the
Childrn’s Television Workshop —
originators of the popular public TV show
— and the first 1 0 LP's resulting from this

new arrangement have just been

In addition, CRA is handling Sesame
Street product later marketed by Warner
Bros. Records. This includes previously

released Sesame Street 2 cast LP, Elec-

tric Company product (also at CTW
creation) and a set, "Sesame Mucho,”
recorded by WB, but never released.

Another step in the “umbrella" concept
is a deal about to be completed involving

a kiddie LP version of the upcoming Ler-

ner & Loewe musical film adaptation of

“Little Prince.” The deal is being made
with Paramount Records, which will

market the soundtrack LP. The kiddie

version will be marketed in the fall in

conjunction with the Christmas opening
of the film at Radio City Music Hall.

Shimkin notes that CRA will be
working closely with Paramount “in the

creative sense” in the recording-market-
ing concept of the "Litte Prince” product.

Shimkin says he is looking into other ar-

rangements with labels that have kiddie

inventory.

To Shimkin, the "only difference be-

tween pop and children's product is that

it's as good tomorrow as it is today,

something absolutely untrue of pop
product. When racks and retailers realize

this, they have no problem selling kiddie

merchandise." Shimkin stresses that kid-

die product deserves a fairer shake in re-

tail-rack space which would bring all kid-

die product companies together for mas-
sive display strength. He cites the Toys
are Us retail chain as an example of what
can be done in proper kiddie disk mer-
chandising. The chain utilizes 70 yards
of kiddie disk displays, selling 10 times
as much kiddie LP product than most
retail record stores, Shimkin notes.
Shimkin says that his New York
distributor, the Sam Goody-owned SMG,
is "living proof” that kiddie goods move
when adequately displayed. “Since he
owns retail outlets, Sam Goody realizes

this," Shimkin adds.

Shimkin, a 25-year vet of the kiddie

disk business (e g. Golden Records,
Disneyland), is assisted by Shy Raiken,
who has spent 20 years in kiddie
product. “We re a young company with

45 years of experience in this field,”

HOLLYWOOD — Issac Hayes in town to

promote his new films “Three Tough
Guys," and “Truck Turner,” exclusively
told CASH BOX last week that he has
formed his own record company, Hot
Buttered Soul, to be distributed by Stax.

Hayes himself will remain on the Enter-
prise label (another sub of Stax). The
label has signed The Movement, Hot
Buttered Soul Unlimited, and Debora
Manning. The first product is scheduled
for release this summer. For more details

HOLLYWOOD — “Contemporary music
can reflect a valid way of looking at

public feelings on current affairs," Wally
Westfeldt, executive producer of NBC
news, exclusively told CASH BOX last

week, in his comments contingent to the
American Song Festival. The Festival

may in fact produce a sort of national

opinion sampler via those "message
lyrics," expressed by contestant entries.

Westfeldt, who opined “Today's lyrics

enable us to judge the real intensity of

public feelings regarding topical things,”

first recognized the significance of the
lyrical message when he was producing
the Huntley and Brinkley report, during
which his staff searched for effective

ways of measuring public opinion of the
key issues of that period which among
other things happened to include "Viet-

nam veterans." it was here that Westfeldt

Pride Records Announces

Point of Purchase Record Promotion

WALTHAM, MASS — A new disk re-

cording technique which claims to offer

a solution to the shortage of virgin vinyl

has been announced by dbx, Incor-

porated. With its tape noise reduction

system already in wide usage in the

professional recording industry, dbx
proposes to go all the way to commercial
disk releases in the dbx encoded format.

The decoding would be done at the point

of playback either by an add-on decoder
or by decode circuitry built into stereo

preamps and receivers.

The firm says the alleviation of the

vinyl shortage results from two factors:

first, dbx processing lets the record
manufacturer put the contents of a

typical 12" LP on a 10" disk without

sacrificing quality. The dbx system does
this by a 2:1 electronic compression of

the signal, which reduces maximum
groove spacing and allows the grooves
to be placed closer together without ad-

jacent groove echo. A typical 12" LP
record could have up to 28 minutes
playing time per side. Dbx encoding per-

mits this much time to be recorded on a
10" disk resulting in a 30% saving of

record material. A similar saving is

realized by retaining the 1
2” disk format,

but increasing its playing time over 36
minutes per side. Second, in addition to

allowing more playing time on a disk, the

dbx system also permits the record
manufacturer to use lesser grade
materials such as polystyrene, higher

percentages of regrind vinyl, or filler,

etc. Dbx signal processing permits these

A third advantage is that the record

manufacturer can substantially improve
quality by cutting disks with full

frequency and dynamic range to take ad-

vantage of the 100 dB signal-to-noise

ratio capability of the dbx process.

Typical commercial records are limited

to a dynamic range of some 60 dB, even
for high quality classical releases.

Claimed advantages to the listener of

the dbx encoding for disks include:

preservation of the full dynamic range of

the original musical material, complete
rejection of the inherent surface noise of

the record medium, and substantial

reduction of the perceived loudness of

random clicks and pops in playback.

Negotiations are underway with a

number of record companies to produce
disks in dbx encoded format, and at least

one label (Klavier Records of North Hol-

lywood) has already released commer-
cial pressings with dbx encoding.

Decoder Required
These records require a decoder to

process the signal for normal reproduc-

tion through a home hi-fi system. Dbx
makes available through audio com-
ponent dealers a variety of add-on
decoding units which plug into the con-

sumer’s preamp or receiver. Dbx also of-

fers its decoding circuitry on an OEM
basis to manufacturers of home audio

systems, either as hardware in the form

of PC cards, or on a license basis at a

price competitive to that of other con-

sumer noise reduction units and four-

channel matrixing systems.

After tracing briefly

his experience in radio which dates back
to 1959 with WINS, Sklar went on to say
that, "WABC is the least specialized

station in an age of specialization ” He

N.Y. Promo Men
explained that the dollar flow from AM
listeners comes from adults more than
teenagers, and in answering a question
concerning the length of his station's

playlist, pointed out that the age of the

station’s desired audience dictated the

type of music played.

Sklar explained that he and his staff

respected a business-like, professional

attitude, adding that he "'plays no
favorites." He went on to explain that

WABC possesses a self-correcting sur-

vey system, but refused (because of time
considerations) to be more specific

about the system, indicating that WABC
surveys 36 counties in determining its

playlist. He added that he pays close at-

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Hollywood: Butts Band — Its & Butts

"You wanna hear an anecdote?" asked John Densmore; he slumped uncomfortably

in a Cash Box chair. Yeah, I did. Mostly, I wanted to hear anything that wasn't already

written in two official Butts Band biographies, courteously and separately provided

by their record company, Blue Thumb, and by their press agent, nameless here. "In

Jamaica,” the bios, both of them, read, “reggae music blasted from every door, and it

was a different and exciting rhythm." Giving the benefit of the doubt where such
benefits (and such doubts) are due, I'd charge neither Blue Thumb nor Hanson and
Schwam (whoops) with plagiarism but place the blame neatly and squarely where it

probably belongs, to wit, on a bunch of press-weary rock musicians who tend to

repeat themselves.
If they are press weary, the Butts Band, or at least two of them, are not without

justification. The pair, John Densmore and Robbie Krieger, were members of the

Doors, a band that was much written about, often interviewed and assigned every ad-

jective in Webster's book, from "brilliant” to "depraved." But the Doors were from
another time, another place. Six years ago, to publicly expose oneself (I mean
physically) was an indecent outrage in most quarters. Nowadays, they call it

streaking. No big thing; people take their clothes off everywhere, at record company
parties and at the local sock hop. Yes, these days you've got to either lay back or freak

out and it takes more than just skin-tight black leather and a riding crop to make the

splash that the Doors did. (Kiss and Jobriath, please bear witness.)

Anyway, Densmore finally did tell his anecdote, albeit a very dry one and I don't

remember exactly what it was. Something about Bob Krasnow signing them to Blue
Thumb, and how they got an incredible deal from the company that guarantees them
five albums.
The whole thing started two albums after Jim Morrison died. The Doors had con-

tinued as a trio, with their keyboardist Ray Manzarek singing and their company,
Elektra, selling records to their die-hard fans, who were legion. It worked for a while,

but according to Krieger, "no matter who was singing, the crowd would compare him
with Jim. And they'd always be yelling out requests for Light My Fire' or The End ."

You can see how that might be bothersome.
So, somewhat discontented, the Doors went off to England to find fresh blood and a

new lease on life. England, I suppose, is a good place to flush out prospective rock 'n'

roll stars, and "Jam sessions” (auditions in thin disguise) were arranged. They didn't

get too far, though, before Ray Manzarek (as faithful readers of this column may
remember) left the band to pursue a career in philosophic singer/songwriting. Poof!

No more Doors.

Butts, according to the official Blue Thumb biography, is a “small region in

England" but the standard Oxford dictionary, the big one, never heard of it and the
members of the band confessed that it's considerably smaller than a “region" in the
usual context of the word. Either lead singer Jess Roden, bassist Phillip Chen or new
keyboard man Roy Davies rehearsed there or played there or passed through there
once, and whimsically, the new group's name was chosen.
The newly christened Butts Band rehearsed for a few months. Then they cut one

side of their current album, "The Butts Band” in England. "It was O.K. in London,”
said Krieger, “but we really wanted to get everyone away from home base. Jamaica
was chosen because we were cold in England, and because a lot of people had re-

corded there before.” Asked if there was any discernable difference between the
Jamaican and English portions of the album, Krieger said "You can hear the flies on

N.Y. — Captain Beefheart — Plenty of Magic Left

Captain Beefheart (born Don Van Vliet) has been one of the most brilliant and least

understood artists for over eight years now. Though he possesses the loyalest of fans
who have followed him diligently throughout his career, he has had trouble in the past
breaking through to the heartland' of America, i.e. the Top 40 audience. Several fac-

tors may explain this phenomenon, but basically speaking, Don has never had the en-
thusiastic support from record labels or publicity firms that is so crucial in breaking a
record — up until now, that is.

"I've always had trouble getting people behind me who I could trust to do a good
job," said Don recently, reflecting back on the numerous romances (or should we say
flirtations he's had) with different record companies. “It seems that they've always
tried to make me the 'house writer’ or 'special project,' whatever that means.” Don has
done a lot of dues paying since his 1967 album, “Safe As Milk," catapulted him into

the hearts of the avant-garde underground in California, but playing to a limited

audience (in terms of his incredible potential) no longer satisfies him, and rightly so.

The heritage that Captain Beefheart is responsible for is too precious to be
overlooked, and so it was with a great deal of happiness that he recently signed an ex-
clusive recording contract with Mercury Records, one that he hopes will provide him
with the professional machinery to aid him in reaching a broader cross-section of the
record buying public.

“I know I could be one of the biggest stars around," smiled Don, “if I could get some
people who treated me like a human being and not some sort of freak. I'm really ex-
cited about being with Mercury because I sense that I’ve found some good people."
Telling the story of Captain Beefheart in the past was very much like trying to

paraphrase the "Odyssey" by Homer with its central hero and thousands of peripheral

characters. In Don's case the peripheral principals were The Magic Band, a group of

musicians who shared co-billing with the Captain through his first eight LP's.

Like any story that turns out well in the end, difficulty and misunderstanding
stepped in to cloud Don's drive for national recognition when The Magic Band, Alex
St. Claire, Zoot Horn Rollo, Ed Marimba, and Rockette Morton announced they were
leaving Don to pursue other interests. The announcement was made after they had
completed their parts on Don’s new Mercury LP, “Unconditionally Guaranteed," and
two days before the Captain was set to open the Troubadour in Los Angeles at the

outset of a cross-country tour.

It would have been entirely understandable for Don to have cancelled the tour right

there, but it also would have been out of character. Don has never been a quitter,

which is one of the reasons he's a winner, and he simply resolved to put a new band
together and give the Troubadour, and the rest of the country, his very best. Opening
night at the Los Angeles nightclub was sheer pandemonium with fans lining up
around the block as early as eleven in the morning to buy tickets. By early afternoon

the show was a complete sell-out and when a big limousine pulled up in front of the

club at show time bearing none other than Paul McCartney and John Lennon, the

driver was politely told that there just wasn’t any room.

Don, with the help of managers Andy and Augie DiMartino (both of whom have ex-

tensive music industry backgrounds), assembled sax master Del Simons, guitarists

Dean Smith and Fuzzy Fuscalso, bassist Paul Uhrig, keyboard player Bucky Smother-
man, and drummer Ty Grimes to back him on his tour. Surprisingly enough, the band,

with almost no time to rehearse Don's material, not only came across as a tight unit,

but they gave Don the inspiration he feels he’s been lacking for the past few years.

When Don comes to play in your town, you'll be missing the treat of a lifetime if you
don't see him. He's got the kind of imagination and spirit to stand up to adversity and
he has a new brand of magic that’ll put a spell on you.

Sound! Yes indeed, it’s the sound that has made R&B (black radio) stations sig-

nificant in their particular markets. Throughout the years, these stations have

retained a captive audience through strong listener identity with on-the air per-

sonalities who are also involved with sound. And, as many of you know, to pick up an

R&B radio signal, normally the listener has to dial the tuner to the extreme right end
on the radio band. Nevertheless, the audience is tuned-in and turned-on by the right

kind of groovin’. And, the groovin’ is done by the DJ and the music he plays. But, ifthe

station is not continually on its toes as to the rapid changes that occur ‘on-the-street’

the station may and often does begin to lose its listener identity. And, once .it's lost it

becomes one helluva project in trying to regain a captive audience. Today, there is

evidence of some stations trying to ‘out-forty’ top forty (whatever that means). Unfor-

tunately that usually leaves the R&B station lost in the back forty. This is not to imply

that properly programmed R&B radio cannot deliver significant top 40 material. The
overall sound should not be sacrificed because of whimsy. When a station is really

doin' a number its impact on the market begins to broaden. As an advertiser has long

ago learned, word of mouth is still the greatest way to put a product over . . . Operation

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC — An
incredible rockin' and rollin' spectacular

happened to a sell out crowd for an

amazing evening of driving music.

Madison Square Garden housed 20,000

frantic fans as the frenetic pulsating

rhythms filled the Garden.

Kicking off the show was Suzi Quatro.

A native of Detroit, Suzi went to England
where she got a band together and has

garnered three number one hits over

there. This, her first United States tour,

marks her performance and showman-
ship, full of energy and outrageous elec-

tric bass guitar playing coupled with her

powerful vocals. Highlighting the set was
her present chart single “48 Crash" and
"Can The Can," both of which can be
found on her Bell LP “Suzi Quatro.”

Capricorn recording artists Wet Willie

played a dynamic set that was flavored

with that southern sound made so
famous by groups as the Allman
Brothers Band and the Marshall Tucker
Band. Highlighting their set is their cur-

rent single entitled “Keep On Smilin.”

The absolute devotion and adulation

that Grand Funk fans have for their idols

was something comparable to a Stones
Concert. The fans literally went wild as

this major musical event unfolded itself.

The band’s heavy-metal steady driving

rock n roll pulsated in the Garden,
driving the fans to moans, groans and
auditory and visual ecstasy. The selec-

tion of material, which included their

present #1 chart single “Loco Motion"
from their Capitol “Shinin’ On” LP, was
well paced and very exciting to listen to

and watch. Visually the band took one
step beyond any group's staging I have
ever seen by presenting a stage show

which was meticulously worked out and
perfectly timed. I say took one step

beyond any show I have seen to date

because the visual effects did not merely
augment the songs but complimented
them because it was a show in and of it-

self.

For example a 35mm film set on a

large screen backdrop opened the show
with a stream of fireworks. Flashes of

Washington and Kennedy flowed into

the Capitol building burning down and
then Grand Funk entered to the frenetic

screams of their ardent fans. Songs from
their vast repertoire of Capitol LP's in-

cluded "Foot Stompin’ Music,” “Rock 'N

Roll Soul,” “Closer To Home," “Heart-

breaker,” “Black Licorice," and "TNUC.”

Their clothing was bright and
chemically treated to react to a black
light and this was interspersed with their

forceful songs and the cinematic visuals.

Interestingly enough there were no
glitter freaks in the audience. Just mid-
dle American kids out to have a good
time and diggin ' on their rock heros.

"We re An American Band," the title of

Grand Funk’s previous LP, is indicative

of where the group is at and who they ap-

peal to. They are a heavy rock group who
appeal to American kids and seems to

eschew the “drag/gay" touches that so
many groups employ. Where others em-
ploy cheap theatrics to get by with no
talent, Grand Funk uses a carefully put

together technical masterpiece to

highlight their dynamic vocals and
proving beyond a doubt that they are

The addition of Julius Wechter, a

marimba player who headed the Baja

Marimba Band, added a new and ex-

citing dimension to some of the group's

older tunes. There was a stronger jazz

feel to the compositions and more im-

provisation than there had been in the

past. A rendition of “Fox Hunt,” the

TJB's new A&M single (written by
Alpert), exemplified the updated Tijuana

Brass sound.
With the group this time around are

original members Bob Edmondson, Nick

Ceroli and John Pisano, and newcomers
Findley, Dave Frishberg, Vince Charles

and Ernie McDaniels. Another addition

is singer Lani Hall, who was excellent in

a vocal duet with Alpert on “Save The
Sunlight."

Other songs featured were "Whipped
Cream," "Taste Of Honey," "Lollipops

and Roses," “Heat Wave" and the com-
plete “This Guy’s In Love With You.”

Highlights of the performance in-

cluded Bob Findley’s trumpet work, ex-

cellent throughout, and Vince Charles’

solo on "Malaguena," playing a steel

drum that he had made for himself. The
standing ovation that followed "Zorba

The Greek” was nothing short of

tumultuous.

The performance left the audience in

The music comes from
every corner and pocket of the theatre to

surround the viewer and make him feel

he is actually sitting in the best seat in

the best concert hall in America. The fact

that the camera work is as good as it is

further enhances the masterwork of the

sound system in making for the fabled (if

not previously found) perfect blending of

the film and music media.
All of the Stones are captured in

previously unseen before lights with the

natural accent on Mick Jagger. The
viewer is thrust into the minds and souls

of the group as well as into their music.

The visuals are as exciting as the music,

if that seems at all possible.

"Ladies and Gentlemen . . . The Rol-

ling Stones” is a film experience that is

not to be missed.

Herbie Hancock
Chick Corea

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC — Jazz extraor-

dinaire was executed with the technical

brilliance of two jazz innovators, i.e. Her-

bie Hancock and Chick Corea on their

Carnegie Hall concert.

Chick Corea's group, Return To
Forever features Corea on keyboards
Bill Connors on guitar, Stanley Clarke on
bass and Lenny White on drums.
“Theme From The Mother Ship,”

featured instrumental techniques parex-
celiance, and there was some excellent

interplay between bass and keyboards
that answered each other with counter
ranges.

The versatile Corea, building a mag-
netic rapport with the audience went into

a tour-de-force of a piano solo. Closing

with “Space Circus,” the Polydor group's

intensity was firmly established leaving

the audience wanting more.
Herbie Hancock’s consummate skill on

keyboards provided some of the finest

jazz riffs ever; accompanied by the

talents of Mike Clark on drums, Bill Som-
mers on percussion, Benny Maupin on
sax and bass clarinet and Paul Johnson
on bass. The integration of tight in-

strumentation was a unified together unit

that played some really fine jazz incor-

porating a moog played by Hancock. The
numbers played included "Funky Lady”
and “Hornets."

The audience was relatively chagrined

because Hancock did not do too many
numbers from his present Columbia LP,

"Headhunters.” However, the music, ex-

cellent rhythms and liquid jazz flow

proved to be a very well received set.

Buffy St. Marie

BOTTOM LINE, NYC — Buffy St Marie,
once associated with the folk scene only,
and one of its early superstars, made her
first appearance in New York since last

year at Carnegie Hall and gave an im-

pressive demonstration of the old
maxim, you can't judge a book by lookin’

at the cover. Her old image, reinforced
by a fine version of her immortal "Univer-
sal Soldier", nonetheless gave way to a

bright new musical personality, spiced
by her seven piece back-up band that in-

cludes her husband, Norbert Putnam on

bass. Putnam, a super-producer in his

own right, directed the band as Buffy did

a number of tunes from her MCA debut
LP, "Buffy”.

Her music is emotionally expressive
and when she sang “I Can’t Take It No
More”, the audience was obviously
touched. Buffy s stage presence is every

bit as professional as you'd expect and
her buoyancy gave "Sweet Fast Hooker
Blues" a tremendous lift. She often sup-

ported her whole weight on one leg as if

to reach back for that little extra
something that makes a singer come

alive. Both "Generation" and “Sweet Lit-

tle Vera” came across powerfully as
Buffy radiated smiles at all her musicians

after each song was over. Currently in

the midst of an extensive string of live

dates, Buffy is sure to bring as much to

any stage as she did to the Bottom Line.

Michael Fennelly
Raw Soul

WHISKY LA. — Fennelly is a weird bird

among the rock n rollers, an essentially

singer/songwriter type who has an in-

curable itch to boogie. His "shiny gen-
tleman” stage costume aside (everybody

has fantasies; you really can’t blame
him), you'd expect him to break out in a

James Taylor song momentarily. But

boogie is what he wants to do, and he
does it well enough, better in fact than

most of the hard core kids.

He borrows a bit of Led Zeppelin's

dynamics for intermittent explorations

into the higher decibels but the effec-

tiveness of his act lies in the originality of

his vocal style. Fennelly’s high pitched

warble took us through "Shine A Light”

(his single), "Won’t You Please Do That"

and "Watch Yerself,” most of which were
bone tingling rockers that wiggled the

firmest of bottoms. Considerable oomph,
there. But the clincher, the more in-

teresting side of Michael Fennelly was

visible in an emotional sort of song
called "Touch My Soul," with fine

lyricism and good single potential. Fen-

nelly has a lot more depth than he would
have us all believe; he records on Epic

and his album is called “Lane Changer.”

Nice Surprise of the Month was Raw
Soul, an unsigned, unsung better-than-

the-average r&b act. Their material was

self composed and for the most part,

very original sounding with great lead

vocals from a singer who remained, un-

fortunately, anonymous. Very much in

their favor was the use of a rock-oriented

lead guitarist who provided really in-

teresting contrast to the chugga-chugga
rhythm line. Something for everybody
there, and enormous potential.

MELVIN VAN PEEBLES: FILLING UP A COMMUNICATIONS BLANK

HOLLYWOOD — Even with something like six albums, nine Tony nominations for

"Ain't Suppose To Die a Natural Death, "and “Don't Play Us Cheap, "eight novels, and
the hit film "Sweet Sweetback's Baadassss Song,” Melvin Van Peebles’ familiarity to

the consumer is still only like pebbles in the sand. To the television media, these peb-
bles in the sand would have to be found on an island. For awhile television resisted
Melvin by saying he was “too controversial," and exiled him, so to speak, to that

tropical, topical "island," barely buoyant in the stormy seas of creativity. Even with all

of his credits, tv talk shows were somewhat apprehensive of putting him on for fear
that he would be too temeraciously outspoken. Truth of the matter is this film-

maker/playwrite/composer/performer is not outspoken as much as he is in-spoken.
The word “in-spoken," is a bit of a neologism, where the “in" is borrowed here from in-

telligent since Melvin Van Peebles speaks only from intelligence based on the
literature of others and his own living literature. So Peebles had a problem in trying to

get himself on television which was actually an easy one in comparison to some of the
others he's overcome. These would include obstacles like How to make a full length
feature film without any money? Or How to write two Broadway musicals when you
can’t play any instrument except kazoo? The answer to getting off of that “island, "and
into millions of homes of television viewers was, according to Melvin, through his

music. And so he went to work to develope an isth-music link. This was accomplished
by writing, producing, and singing on his debut Atlantic album “What the blankety
blank you mean I can’t Sing?" The purpose of the album was to give him a commer-
cially viable vehicle to get him long last on television. The blankety blank as indicated
on his album graphics by an assortment of “exclamation and question marks” could
easily imply the less obvious with “What the clock gives us are limitations. ‘You mean I

can't sing because there aren't enough hours in the day to do that and everything else
in the entertainment arts I'm busy creating? Well then I’ll just have to create some.
And so there were 25 hours in a day." Mel can do anything in the arts including sing.

The only “can't” associated with Peebles is in the form of letters making their brief ap-
pearance on his album as part of it’s title.

Another reason why Melvin felt that he had to record his songs was because
nobody else would record them. None of his songs, so far, including the tunes from
his musicals have ever been covered by major artists. Peebles pondered that the only
people likely to cover his songs are the everyday pedestrian. This is because Melvin’s

voice is good but in a particular way; it's good in it's ability to convey the feeling of

how the record buyer might sing to the records he's purchased in the privacy of his

own little island. Another words Peebles is the people's singer in the musical feeling

he expresses although he contends his actual sound is more like Leadbelly and some
of the older blues singers. Even though Van Peebles admits to this bluesey vocal

quality he rarely likes to "label " or "categorize,” anything. He'd rather let people ar-

bitrarily fill in their own blankety blanks' then for them to always be told in advance
what every thing is by the category it falls under. Will the epoch ever come when we
see and hear with the human heart rather than just exclusively with the seeing and
hearing body functions. Melvin Van Peebles is making the time (as mentioned earlier)

emerge via his songs, movies, plays, and books. Peebles would like to see people
transcend the isolating division of cultural differences, i.e. black and white so that it

will no longer be thought of as white ears listening to black music or the eyes of a

black viewing Walt Disney. What sounds rather visionary at this point is perhaps a

reality much closer than one thinks. However it takes people like Melvin to meliorate

some of the people's “provincial,” myopia. Melvin Van Peebles, the filmmaker, is

preparing to release his "Harlem Melodies," based on his play “Don't Play Us Cheap."
He completed the film sometime ago but didn’t want to make any hasty distribution

deal which explains the film’s delay.

The movie stars the original Broadway cast which is also featured on the Stax

Records soundtrack which was released some time ago. When asked if the sound-
track to “Don’t Play Us Cheap," had any possible hit singles on it? Melvin turned a

rhetorical question into a rhetorical demonstration. He said “Follow Me," and sud-

denly this CASH BOX interviewer wended behind Peebles own carefree canter,

down the stairs of the hotel he was staying in, all the while wondering what the

blankety blank' was going to happen next. Peebles, and a small entourage found

themselves parading to a piano located in a far corner of the lobby. Upon seeing the

piano, (probably not just with his eyes but with his human heart as well) Harold

Wheeler, Melvin’s arranger knew precisely what was going to happen without any ex-

change of words between him and Peebles, and assumed his expected place at the

piano bench. His predictability may have been on account of Peebles (barefooted

and casually attired in jeans, having already stationed himself at the foot of the piano,

beaming with a confidence that suggested he was about to perform some arias. In-

stead he sang "You Cut Up the Clothes in the Closet of my Dreams,” and “Quiting

Time," from "Don't Play Us Cheap," and proved that his ‘harlem melodies' are hits.

Both tunes sounded like something the Staple Singers could do successfully, which

might not be such a bad idea since they are on Stax and Stax has the soundtrack and

especially now that the movie is soon to open. It was during the time that Melvin con-

ducted cable cars in San Francisco that he first became inducted into film-making. He
started making movies with his friends and even with the passengers on the cable

cars which no doubt soon became his friends. Sometimes his friends would comply
themselves to his movie-making tactics without quite knowing they were in advance.

He recalled the time that he needed to shoot a morning scene with morning looking

people and to assure himself of having this he threw an all night party so that there

would be plenty of early-risers for his film. Perhaps Melvin's camera is often as candid

as his in-spoken ' desire to be not just a creative artist but a creative artist who creates

through his work a universal kind of language, a visual and audio kind of “esperanto,”

sans any labels or categories, and free of prejudices. In dosing he offered, “If a toe

says ouch, it’s the same pain regardless of whether or not it’s a black foot or a white

foot which suffers the ouch." The next couple of months will bring Melvin Van
Peebles from footnotes to headline recognition. Turn on your television he may be on

it, singing right now.

Canadian-born Snow signed his first

contract with RCA through Hugh
Joseph, then head of RCA Records in

Canada, in October, 1936, and broke into

the U.S. market in the mid-forties with

“Brand New Heart.” He joined the Grand
Ole Opry in 1950 and in the same year

recorded "I’m Moving On” which still

holds the all-time Billboard record of oc-

cupying the top spot in all the charts for

“The Tiger” — For a kid who didn’t

even make it through the ninth grade,

Buck Owens has done all right for him-

self. The son of a sharecropper in the

Texas badlands, he started living early —
harvesting crops as a kid, no time for

school; moving out to Mesa, Arizona, and
when he was 16 getting himself hired on
a local radio show; marrying at 17 then,

at 18, finding himself with a family. He
had an uncle out in Bakersfield who said

times were good, so Buck packed up the

wife and kid and went to California.

"I found work there, all right, playing

one small club after another. Long
nights, and little pay. And then one night

at the Blackboard Club the singer didn't

make it in, and the owner said if I wanted
my job I d better start singing — so that's

how I got started, really." Singing didn’t

help that much — the first few years were
pretty bleak, Buck’s marriage to Bonnie
Owens broke up; regular gigs were hard

to come by. But then Buck started

playing sessions for other artists, and by
1957 he had a reputation and a contract

with Capitol Records.

As he became a regular on the country
circuit, Buck started putting a group
together and by the early sixties he had
the Buckaroos, and he started some
business up in Bakersfield — various

small enterprises that have since grown

"Arthur Fiedler will just have to wait—
it’s my turn,” said Dr. Johnson, symphony
conductor, referring to Chet Atkins’
television appearances with the conduc-
tor of the Boston Pops. “People are
always asking me why we haven't had
Chet Atkins with the Nashville Sym-
phony when he has appeared with so
many other major orchestras. We have
been trying but something always hap-
pened or somebody like the Miami
Philharmonic was always ahead of us.

If I don’t play them people
will ask afterward why I didn’t."

The Pops Series, now in its ninth year,

features popular artists in concert with

the Nashville Symphony Orchestra. Last

year’s Pops Concerts featured piano duo
Ferrante and Tiecher in the spring and
country singer Ray Price in the fall.

Well here’s the first of May and the trade’s plunging full

steam ahead into the arcade amusement season in town and
at the resorts. May 1st, however, will also signal the end of

federal price controls on everything but petroleum. So,
while the games industry awaits a profit season, the
economy in general expects a rise in the cost of living to as

much as 11% after the controls end (which may go even
higher before it eases off again).

How much effect this may have on collections this spring

and summer is difficult to guess. We suspect the poor old

American tax payer is getting so used to rising prices that

any fears of the folks shying away from resorts, arcades and
the games in particular is nonsense. Matter of fact, we con-
fidently predict at least an 11% rise in collections this

season, following right along with the cost of living.

Williams' president Sam Stern recently made an appeal in

the trade papers for operators to think seriously about set-

ting flipper games out at straight quarter play, vending three

balls, not five! Only a couple of years back, that suggestion
would have seemed rather stringent. But operators, like the
average Joe, are also getting accustomed to higher prices

and maybe, finally, this industry will wake up to the fact that

we are behind most industries in upping our ante. Probably,

higher play-pricing on pins, shuffles and even the good old

pool table are not only possible today but damn well deman-
ded!

Sure, it’s always tough to push up play pricing at your
locations, but nobody has to tell you how much the cost of

service and equipment has eaten into your budget these
past few years. How the heck else can you recoup that ad-
ditional expense unless you charge people more to play

your games? If your locations can't understand that, they’re

either crazy, unreasonable or as terrified of losing clientele

as you might be.

Yes, terrified! Now isn’t that really the problem? Many
operators are terrified to increase play-pricing at their stops
because they dread an argument or refusal from the owner if

they dared do it. Say, now, this is a big boy’s business, and if

some of your customers don 't have the mental faculty to see
you want to help them while you’re helping your own
business, then you’ve got to educate them. If your patient

explanation of service and equipment costs hikes doesn’t
help matters, you’ve got to lay down the law. Either they ac-

cept a price hike on the games, or accept shoddier equip-
ment. Or even another operator if that need be!

Really, if a business is to be run correctly, the owner
(whether it be you the operator or Joe the location owner)
has to adjust pricing to meet the present economic con-
ditions. The conditions are saying raise your prices right

now! Are you going to meet them?
