Keeping The Copyr't 
On Recordings 

It is evident from a virtual weekly reading of Cash Box that tremendous strides 
have been made over the past few years in the battle against unauthorized 
duplication of recordings. Successful prosecution and continuous raids of pirate 
operations are largely the result of greater industry diligence - spurred on by 

various trade associations and unions - enactment of state -sponsored 
legislation (found last year to be constitutional through the U.S. Supreme Court) 
and, of course, the amendment to the Copyright Act that put recordings made 

after Feb. 15, 1972 under Federal copyright protection. The latter action brought 
into a far greater degree the investigative and enforcement forces of the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation (FBI). Anyone who has kept abreast of piracy developments 
is aware of the FBI's vital role in moving in on pirates. 

Now, however, that special legislation on the Federal level is up for renewal 
pending passage of a new Copyright Law at some indefinite point in the future. 
New legislation sponsored by Chairman Kastenmeier of the Subcommittee of the 
House Judiciary Committee considering anti -piracy legislation and copyright 
protection affords anti -piracy protection for recordings issued after Dec. 31 of 
this year, and also provides for increased penalties against those convicted of 
the crime. 

We feel that the war against piracy and its affiliated evils is being won. Within 
the industry's grasp is a reduction of piracy to a mere nuisance rather than a 

process of siphoning off more than $200 million in legitimate recording sales, not 
to mention l(ts affect on artists' royalties, income by musicians, etc. 

We again declare as we have time and time again in this long struggle that 
industry corporations and individuals count themselves among those who have 
put themselves on record (no pun intended) to members of Congress in support 
of the continuation of copyright protection for recordings on a Federal level. This 
protection has already proven itself - there is no need to speculate as to its 

ability to assure a far greater flow of income to those who are its legal recipients. 
And while we're at it, there's still a number of states that should be advised on the 
moral obligation to pass anti -piracy legislation, too.

Changing Trend Of Pop Music: 
10 Yr Survey Of Taste & Expressn. 
NEW YORK - Popular music as any 
other art form which caters to the mas- 
ses, serves as a suitable reflection of 
mass commercial taste, the evolution of 
the pop genre, and as a chronicle of the 
times. To substantiate this premise the 
Cash Box LP charts of the week of June 
8, 1974 were compared to the Cash Box 
LP charts of June 6, 1964. The top ten 
LPs from both years were compared to 
examine the musical taste and the pop 
genre which has transpired during this 
all important decade. 

During the said week in 1964 there 
was a strong dominating factor of MOR 
related music. Number 1 for that week 
was the original Broadway cast record- 
ing of "Hello Dolly!" Number 2 was the 
original cast LP from "Funny Girl." Num- 
ber three was "Hello Dolly!" by Louis 
Armstrong.

- In a statewide 
crackdown on retailers of pirated tapes, 
officers of the Maryland State Police last 
week raided a number of stores in 
various parts of the stte, seizing quan- 
tities of illegally duplicated 8 -track tapes 
and arresting the owners and/or store 
employees on charges of violating the 
state's anti -piracy statute. 

Two boardwalk stores in Ocean City -

were raided and a total of 4700 pirated 
tapes with an estimated retail value of 
$14,700 seized. Joseph Ryan, the owner 
of Gems & Junk, Emil Evans, the store 
manager, and Delores Evans, an em- 
ployee, were arrested for unlawful pos- 
session and sale of pirated tapes. Similar 
charges were placed against Herbert 
Mamet, owner of The Record Rack. 

Also raided were Stu's Music and Earl 
E. Stonepiper, the owner of C & O, were 
charged with the sale of pirated tapes as 
well as the sale of sound recordings that 
did not display the name and address of 
the manufacturer. 

Ronald A. Linzy, the owner of the 
Wester Auto Store in Hampstead, Md., 
was arrested and charged with selling 
pirated tapes after a raid on ;his 
premises. 

The final raid was conducted on Mof- 
fit's Store in Silver Run, Md. where 
police seized 151 pirated tapes and

Now, Crossover is a totally indie 
company with its own line-up of indie 
distributers, including London Records 
Distributing in all key markets. 

"Make it small and you'll make a lot of 
money," is Newton's evaluation of the 
current music industry business scene. 
With Newton's years of music industry 
backround as administrative support, 
Crossover also utilizes the power of 
Charles as a performer, but, in essence, 
as the basic creative source of Crossover 
as well. According to Newton, Charles 
commitment as an artist is second only to 
his desire to work in his west coast 
studies and create best-selling singles. 
In addition to Charles, Crossover's talent 
roster includes Clydene Jackson, Liz 
Taylor, Sims Twins, Joel Webster, Jimmy 
Holiday and the Raelettes, a line-up, 
Newton notes, that is not likely to grow 
much bigger. 

Charles' Masters 
At the moment, the basic Crossover 

financial foundation consists of 287 
masters recorded by Charles during his 
days (and close association with Newton) 
at ABC Records. Already, these masters 
have brought millions of dollars into the 
Crossover til via a TV -offer deal with 

Labels' Musicians 
Fund Hits $8 Mil 
An All -Time High 
NEW YORK - Distribution of 
$8,183,465 to approximately 39,000 
members of the American Federation of 
Musicians will be made on Sept. 1 by the 
Phonograph Record Manufacturers 
Special Payments Fund, Hal C. Davis, 
president of the AFM has announced. 

This is the highest yearly amount col- 
lected in the 10 -year history of the Fund, 
Davis said, and compares with 
$7,2100,600 for fiscal year 1973, which 
also set a new record at that time. 

Under terms of collective bargaining 
agreements between the 320,000 - 
member AFM and the recording com- 
panies that are signatory to the AFM 
Phonograph Record Agreement, each 
record manufacturer makes payments to 
the Fund based on its annual sale of 
records. Each Federation member who 
made records receives an individual 
payment in proportion to his annual 
scale wages from recordings in relation 
to total wages paid to all union 
musicians. 

About Sept. 1, this money, plus in- 
terest and less expenses, will be paid out 
to ;the 39,000 eligible members. In- 
dividual payments will be approximately 
the same as last year, when 36,000 
Federation members received checks. 
The payment schedule is set up so that a 

member receives a royalty for five years 
on all recordings, Davis said.

Court Reaffirms 
Decision On 
Compulsory Lic. 
NEW YORK - The U. S. Court of Ap- 
peals for the Tenth Circuit has reaffirmed 
its earlier decision in the case of Edward 
B Marks Music Corp. v. Colorado Mag- 
netics, Inc., et al. 

In its earlier decision, handed down on 
Feb. 28, the Court held that the com- 
pulsory license provisions of the 
Copyright Act were not available to 
unauthorized duplicators of musical 
works. Thereafter, a rehearing en banc 
was granted and the full Court by a 5-2 
margin reaffirmed on May 28, the earlier 
decision of the three judge panel. 

Therefore, the two Courts of Appeal 
which have ruled on the question have 
found that the compulsory license 
provisions of the Copyright Act are not 
available to unauthorized duplicators. 
The case was remanded to the Distict 
Court for subsequent proceedings to 
determine the amount of liability of the 
Defendants and the additional relief to 
which the Plaintiff is entitled.

The division, which 
started in 1922, has accounted for only 
5% of the company's consumer products 
sales. In recent years, RCA has lost out 
to an increasing number of firms that im- 
port audio products from Japan, the 
source of much of its audio products 
since the early 60's. The company will 
continue to stress its line of TV sets, 
second only to Zenith in domestic sales. 

The phase -out includes the phone 
area, where RCA had been a major sales 
factor since it purchased the Victor 
Talking Machine Co. in 1929 and its Nip- 
per trademark. Several years ago, the 
RCA disk division dropped the Nipper 
logo in all product except its classical 
releases.

Hollywood - David Bromberg - Fie, Fy, Fo, Fum 

David Bromberg was making a point. "I don't use deodorant," he volunteered. "I 
smell funky, funky and pungent, just like my music." In all fairness, it wouldn't be the 
first thing you'd notice about the guy. Visually, you'd perceive a schnozz protruding 
flamboyantly from behind a pair of spectacles. Musically, there are country riffs and a 

bit of blues flying from his guitar, his mandolin and sometimes a fiddle, the kind of 
folkie-country music that was born in southern back -woods and nourished on the 
fountain in Washington Square. But later that night at the Palomino Club (a country 
and western bar in North Hollywood, where patrons regularly tap their heels and cat- 
call to the Nashville likes of Tom T. Hall) amidst the cigarette smoke and fumes of mar- 
tini, I averted my nose from the table. Sniffing at the air, focusing on the stage like an 
olfactory Nikon, I had to admit that he was right. And that smell, pungent as it might 
have been, was a joy to behold. 

For years, Bromberg was one of those celebrated, ubiquitous session men, a name 
that would pop up in seemingly myriad lists of credits. Excellent examples of his work 
at the time are to be found on Dylan's most critically acclaimed albums. He still does 
studio work nowadays, but most of his time is consumed by his own gigs and his own 
Columbia albums. 

He's cut three LPs for the label right now, all self -produced efforts that feature 
musical virtuosity mixed with wit and intelligence; the material is varied, a 

conglomeration of his songs, other peoples' and a smattering of things marked 
"traditional." And on his last album, "Wanted Dead Or Alive," there's a song he com- 
posed along with George Harrison, "The Hold Up." 

"We wrote that song in automobiles," recounted Bromberg, "running parallel down 
the New Jersey Turnpike. I was driving along that day and this guy pulps up beside 
me; I didn't know who it was, but he was in a limousine. Anyway, he roils down the 
window and shouts out 'A,D,E7, A' and I, naturally, yelled back'A,D,E7, G suspended 
9th.' Then he looked at me really weird and said 'Stick up your hands, you must stand 
and deliver.' I'm still trying to watch the road, but I came up with the next line and it 
went on that way all the way down the highway. By the time he reached his exit-in 
Persepone, New Jersey-we had just about completed it. I got a letter later on. I 

thought it was from the Queen of England because it was on very fancy stationery, 
embossed in gold with bugs printed all over. It took me a while to figure out that those 
bugs were beetles ..."and so on and so forth. 

"I get a little tired of listening to people sing about their troubles exclusively," 
Bromberg continued. "You know, the sensitive folksinger that needs to get laid a lot." 
But there's a serious side to Bromberg, and flippancy is absent when he discusses his 
music and his career. "I figure that I'll get exactly as successful as I'm supposed to, no 

more, no less. I'm not going to fight it and I'm not going to grovel for it. If C6 umbia 
Records, by some fantastic accident of the fates should decide to promote me to the 
skies - well, I'd be a little bit upset if they went around saying that I'm the next Jesus 
Christ like they do with some people - but if they said good things about me and star- 
ted making money for me, I wouldn't tell them to stop. I won't eat dirt so that 
somebody will bill me in some special concert and I'm not gonna act surly in order to 
preserve my anonymity or folkie status - I don't believe in that." 

Bromberg's albums do decently well on the racks, according to his own estimate, 
and have a residual sales aspect that makes them profitable. He turns adamant at the 
suggestion of adapting himself to these times of tight playlist and dependency on 
singles. "The only time that I do get surly is when someone tells me how to do my 
music. That's all I've got. It's the sum total. I'm not married; I've got no kids; I spend 
my life on the road and I have no hobbies beyond playing guitar, fiddle and mandolin. 
There's nothing else in my life, so don't mess with it." 

Bromberg claims a sizable following back east, where he can be counted on to fill a 

mid -sized (2700 seat) hall like Alice Tully. His popularity extends along the Atlantic 
coast, up to Boston, down to Washington, and there are places elsewhere, like Austin, 
Texas and Minneapolis, where Bromberg fans crawl out of the woodwork whenever 
the man's in town. "But generally," he admits, "the further west I go the more 
anonymous I become." There are advantages, according to Bromberg, that are 
inherent in the situation. "We were travelling out to L.A. and stopped in one of the 
lodges near the Grand Canyon. I was with my fiddle player and his wife, a singer, and 
we started to play some old fiddle tunes. There was nobody there who knew who we 
were, but a crowd gathered and formed an impromptu square dance. It was great. 
Everybody just got off without anything else-like names or money-getting in the 
way. That's why I don't really care if I 'make it' or not. If I do, I know my life will be 
easier-I'll have more money; I'll be able to take vacations and I'll be able to play with 
any musician that I want to. I'll also have a tough time going off to the Grand Canyon 
with my fiddle. If I don't make it, O.K., my life will be harder. But I'll be able to take my 
fiddle, play and get my ass off." 

And Bromberg told a story about Chet Atkins. The guitarist was once traveling to 
Europe, leisurely, aboard an ocean liner, and he took his guitar out on the deck to 
play. As he sat there, just fooling around, another passenger sat down beside him and 
listened. The man sat there silently for a few minutes, taking in Atkins' music. Finally, 
when Atkins had paused for a moment, he said "Y'know, you're good. You ain't no 
Chet Atkins, but you're pretty good." "Now what more can anybody ask for?" said 
Bromberg.

New York - Tom T. Hall - Haulin' Home The Hits 
Loretta Lynn once said, "Life is lived the way country music is written." And with the 

flair of the pen and the flex of the brain, Tom T. Hall captures the immediacy of the 
situation with the simplicity of expression, that draws upon the economy of his lyric. 
His songs are tight and direct, and take the form of experiental vignettes that are real, 
compassionate, trenchant and more often than not hit very close to home. With Hall's 
lyric never sounding contrived, there is a spontaneous immediacy to his music that 
aptly labels him as the storyteller. 

Tom T. has been around for awhile, and his first real success was the overwhelming 
response to "Harper Valley PTA." The record sold over four million copies and made 
an overnight success out of Jeannie C. Riley. The song is a searing put down of mid- 
dle class hyprocrisy that can be apprehended on more than one level. As Hall said, 
"There was one reason for writing it, and I'm sure people had another reason for 
buying it." But the fact that one cannot fight city hall, which is implicit in "Harper Val- 
ley PTA" was Hall's original motivation in penning the tune. 

Tom's prolific pen kept turning out hits for such artists as Dave Dudley, Bobby Bare, 
and Faron Young, and they always seemed to get into that much coveted top ten 
position. Then there was a realization on Hall's part which was brought about when he 
was asked to record. Hall did not care about being a performer. All he wanted was to 
write songs. But pretty soon he realized that he "Didn't care enough about being a 

performer to do other people's songs," so he decided to begin performing his own 
material. 

And in looking back on his career Hall has never once lost his perspective in 
relation to his success. As a matter of fact if anything he completely understates his 
career. For he says, "I attribute my success to circumstance. I don't take a lot of credit 
for my songs and I don't think anybody should. People have a need to be humble and I 

don't feel people should be arrogant because nobody has the right to." 
Hall is primarily concerned with the human circumstance. And with such tunes as 

"Clayton Delaney," "The Ballad Of Forty Dollars," and "I Love," one can easily see 
that the artist selects from all facets of life and is able to depict these experiences 
with his lucid lyric. As Hall says, "I write what life is really about. Refrigerator 
payments or no gas is a reality. And this is what is important." The immediacy of Hall's 
lyric is indicative of his tenet for life, "I try to live for the moment," ergo the sense of 
immediacy and applicability of the situation makes it readily identifiable. There are no 
surreal images or pretentious garbage that fill his songs with a musical uselessness. 
Hall and other country singers and writers are concerned with the real world and how 
it effects them and the world around them. This is why they face the reality of a 

situation and as Hall said, "I am concerned more with simplicity than reality. For 

reality is not pleasant but simplicity is." In essence Tom T. has resigned himself to 
making the best out of a bad situation and to face it. 

He feels the growth and integration of country music into the New York 
metropolitan area is a coming together of what has been going down in Nashville for a 

long time and a more receptive audience. He firmly stated, "Country music is here to 
stay." 

His latest Mercury LP entitled "For The People In The Last Hard Town," is a cross- 
section of the human experience. His compassion is strongly felt on "Pay No Atten- 
tion To Alice," a lament for a friend's wife who has become a hopeless alcoholic. Or "I 
Love," his crossover hit that is as unpretentious and true to life as a lyric permits. 
Also, "Subdivision Blues," is a parody of the invasion of the suburbs. All in all Hall's 
material is as open as is everyday life. He has a gift for relating an experience that 
makes you feel with him. 

Recently Tom has been in Canada performing concerts with Freddie Hart. His tour 
took him to such places as Regina and Winnepeg. He also performed a benefit con- 
cert at Spokane, Washington. He will be appearing on the Today concert in the near 
future and has also been busy in the studio. 

His current single "That Song Is Driving Me Crazy," is a novel outing for Hall that 
certainly is a sharp contrast to "I Love." And this diversification is part of Hall's true 
creativity. The new cut is from the forthcoming LP entitled "Country Is," and in es-

The show, to be entitled, "Meanwhile, Back At The Ranch," will be 
taped the last week of June for airing in late Summer on the ABC network .. 
Redbone in L.A. recording a new LP for Epic ... Philadelphia International has signed 
the Soul Survivers. The group, best known for their mid -Sixties smash, "Expressway

COMMENT - This week's comment concerns the ridiculous music business practice 
of being in fourteen different places at the same time, at least from the journalist's 
point of view.

Let's see if we can get that aspect of this 
business together. In that way, we all might be able to find out who's really good just 
by being able to sit back with the knowledge that the evening consists of where 
you're sitting, and that you don't have to run off somewhere else before the perfor- 
mance you're seeing is over...

POINTS WEST - Newest participant in the west coast -east coast corporate shuffle 
will be Scepter -Wand Records, who may be arriving en masse in this locale within the 
coming weeks. Meanwhile, one former production company, the Gem Toby 
Organization, will commence operations as a record company effective June 7. The 
firm will be headed by Dick Leahy, retiring chief of Bell Records in Britain, and 
Laurence Myers of Gem Toby. The company will be called GTO Records. And a 
proposed record company, Barry White's Together Unlimited Records, will report- 
edly return to production company status, at least temporarily, due to Barry's preoc- 
cupation with other activities. 

Mary Wells, whose "You Beat Me To The Punch" and "The One Who Really Loves 
You" once brightened the top 40 charts, will soon be emerging with a new LP on War- 
ner Brothers. Other resurrections lately include Norman Greenbaum, who played a 
couple of nights at the Whisky last week and is currently shopping around for a record 
deal. Sam and Dave recently released their first United Artists single and are now 
preparing an LP, produced by Steve Cropper and scheduled for a July release. The 
Amboy Dukes with guitarist Ted Nugent have embarked on their first tour in 4 years 
and have also released their first DiscReet LP, titled "Call of The Wild." The new 
Righteous Brothers LP, on Lambed and Potter's Haven label is now tentatively 
scheduled for an August debut. Guitarists Eliot (Sha Na Na) Randall and Jeff (Steely 
Dan) Baxter are teaming up to work on new LPs from Tom Rush and Michelle Phillips. 
The two, who shared guitar chores with Denny Dias on the first Steely Dan album, are 
also discussing the possibility of jointly producing other artists in the future. 

Dusty Springfield will be leaving Hollywood soon to begin recording with Brooks 
Arthur at 914 Sound Recording in Blauvelt, New York. Nancy Wilson's first LP in over 
a year and a half will begin production soon, and will feature a more "contemporary" 
sound, with at least one Barry White tune to be included in the package. The album is 
now planned for an August release. Mike Curb is working on a Boone Family 
recording, possibly along with Michael Lloyd, that will be released through Motown. 
The Trend will begin recording their next Capitol effort, an Eric Kaz tune, within the 
next week or two.Chan Daniels will produce. A new album from the James Gang, 
titled "Miami" will be with us sometime later this month. 

Paul McCartney, of course, was in town for a few days last week, and his activities, 
aside from work on Peggy Lee's album (which Peggy is co -producing with David 
Grusin) included a brief reunion with John Lennon at the Beverly Hills Hotel. And at a 
gathering at Pip's, McCartney was hanging out with Alice Cooper, Elton John and 
Mickey Dolenz. Next stop is Nashville, where rehearsals are scheduled for the next 
five weeks and where some taping might be done. Rumors now have it that Wings will 
announce an American tour sometime before this fall. Elton John will probably be 
spending more time here in L.A., having recently taken a one-year lease on a house 
in these parts. And Motown recently presented Stevie Wonder with a Mulholland 
Drive domicile, described by some as "sprawling." 

Last week the announcement was made, sadly enough, that the Modern Jazz Quar- 
tet will be disbanding after 23 years of recording and playing their distinctive, and of- 
ten innovative music. The group, John Lewis, Milt Jackson, Connie Kay and Percy 
Heath, will play a scheduled Lighthouse engagement June 11 - 23 and one more gig 
in San Francisco June 28 - 29. Last chance to catch one of the greatest musical 
groups of the past two decades.

According to the British press, the parents of a 14 year old girl who died as a result 
of a cardiac arrest suffered while attending a David Cassidy concert have absolved 
the singer of any blame in the incident. The tragedy occurred when 35,000 fans 
rushed the stage during a concert at White City Stadium in London.

Kicking off the bill 10cc played an en- 
tertaining set of up -tempo bouncy rock 
which was drawn from their first U.K. LP 
"10cc" and their soon to be released 
album, "Sheet Music," There is an un- 
mistakable up and happy feeling the 
band is able to transmit. However, the 
audience which was primarily a younger 
crown seemed over anxious for the Win- 
ter time to begin.

Cheryl Dilcher 

WHISKY, L.A. - When they toured with 
Elton John, as the opening act on his last 
American romp, the Sutherland Brothers 
and Quiver were an all -right band; they 
had a hit single, they were tight and they 
kept the crowd from growing restless 
before Elton hit the stage. This time 
around they're on their own and it seems 
like a whole different group. The 
Sutherland Brothers and Quiver have to 
be considered among the more inven- 
tive English groups to play the States in 
recent times, a band whose material is as 
good as their performance - outstan- 
ding. 

Their melody lines, enhanced by a fine 
sense of dynamics sparkled throughout 
their set, a repertoire composed for the 
most part of material from their latest 
Island Records LP, "Dream Kid." The 
band, formerly a sextet, has been 
trimmed down to five members, giving 
their sound a more economical quality; it 
helps. 

Particularly good were "Champion The 
Underdog," "Saved By The Angel" and 
"You And Me," with excellent vocals by 
the two Sutherland Brothers, lead guitar 
lines by Tim Renwick and keyboards by 
Pete Wood. Willie Wilson handled the 
drums. 

Rhinestones glinting from her plat - 
formed boots, hot pants drawn over 
black tights, Cheryl Dilcher was an enig- 
matic figure on the Whisky stage. She 
sings gruffly at times - in fact more of- 
ten than not - but a certain softness in 
her choice of music raised a few doubts.

Before she had marched off-stage, 
though, she managed to convince even 
the most dubious members of the 
audience that Cheryl Dilcher was a name 
to remember. A rough and tumble ver- 
sion of "I'm A Woman," and a fine in- 
strumental - "I Think I'm In Love With 
The Devil" - served as more than 
adequate evidence, proving that Ms. 
Dilcher is no mere flash in the pan. She 
records for A&M Records.

Kicking off his set with "Rock 'n Roll 
Hoochie Coo" the intensity of the sound 
was immediate. It was dynamite from the 
very beginning of his set. Winter has the 
ability and control of intensity to start at 
the top of a peak and stay there for the 
entire show while increasing the power 
for his last number and the two resulting 
encores which were nothing short of 
thundering.

Included in the set was "Stone 
County," "Highway 101," and for a 
closing number a rip-roaring rendition of 
"Jumpin' Jack Flash." The crowd was 
standing in a screaming frenzy screaming 
for more when the Garden became an in- 
credible sea of lights as 18,000 plus lit 
matches to express their enthusiam for 
the show. Winter came running back on 
stage and played a hard drivin' Johnny B. 
Good which brought the audience to 
wild cheers and hurrahs for the Columbia 
recording artist.

AVERY FISHER HALL, NYC - An en- 
chanting evening of poetry and song was 
warmly delivered by Rod McKuen to the 
living room atmosphere he so deftly 
created at his Avery Fisher Hall perform- 
ance. 

The staging and lighting of the show 
were excellent and highlighted the 
songs and readings of McKuen. 
However, a long-standing bout with a 
faulty microphone proved to be a con- 
stant source of irritation both to the 
audience and the performer. 

Backed by a quartet of fine musicians, 
the instrumentation included Alonzo 
Gerabaldi on drums, David Cruz on clas- 
sical guitar, Whitey Hogan on bass guitar 
and Gene Polombo on piano and con- 
ducting. The group added just the right 
musical complement to the refined per- 
formance by McKuen. 

Dressed in a yellow sweater, blue 
jeans and sneakers, McKuen came off 
with the kind of images his poetry con- 
notes. Integrating his poetry with songs, 
numbers such as "I'll Catch The Sun," 
"Jean," "There Is Not Much Fuzz On An 
Apple," "Home Again," and "Love's 
Been Good To Me," were comple- 
mented by selected readings from one of 
his books, "Another Monday Two Mon- 
ths Later." 

A droll individual, McKuen's dramatic 
delivery conveyed by both his poetry 
and selected songs endeared him to his 
captivated audience. The Warner Bros. 
recording artist's next number was a sec- 
tion of "MacArthur Park," followed by "In 
The Port Of Amsterdam," and con- 
cluding with the smash hit "Seasons In 
The Sun" which McKuen translated from 
the original by Jacques Brel and offered 
his own arrangement. Totally in control, 
McKuen received a deserved standing 
ovation.

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC- It's novel toat- 
tend a concert where there is a sense of 
refinement and true aestheticism. Well, 
attending Carnegie Hall to see Shirley 
Basey was such a night. The lady is regal 
and as soon as she took one step onto 
the stage it was obvious that she had her 
audience in the palm of her hand.

I have a copy of her UA LP "Live At 
Carnegie Hall," and there is a great 
sense of excitement generated by the 
charismatic Ms. Bassey that it is a rarity 
to witness such immediate respect and 
rapport an audience has for her perfor- 
mance, when you see her live. 

Backing her was an entire orchestra 
that performed with consummate ability. 
Playing various selections the or- 
chestra's dynamics rose to a powerful 
crescendo during "Goldfinger" which 
has become a theme song of sorts for 
Ms. Bassey because this is the song 
which made her known to a wider 
audience. This brought the lady onstage 
to overwhelming response. 

Her voice is as polished as the finest of 
instruments and her dynamics and sense 
of vocal articulation is insuperable. She 
is a "literate" songstress who conveys 
her material with a sense of un- 
mistakable sophistication and good 
taste. Her material included "Sing A 
Song," "Something," the alluring novelty 
number "Hey Big Spender," "Never 
Never Never," which was written by her 
music director par excellence Arthur 
Greenslade, the emotionally charged 
"My Life," and aptly closing with 
"Tonight I Gave The Greatest Perform- 
ance Of My Life."

THE METRO, NYC - It's nice to know 
that there's still an atmosphere in New 
York City where music can be fully ap- 
preciated without the little annoyances 
associated with most clubs or concert 
halls. It's always been that way at The 
Metro on West 4th in the heart of at- 
mospheric Greenwich Village, but things 
seemed to be just that much more 
pleasant this time around. That was 
probably due to this fine billing of total 
entertainers who were offered to the 
highly appreciative audience. 

Newly signed Columbia recording ar- 
tist Diana Marcovitz opened the show 
with a very entertaining set of her 
uniquely funny compositions, delivered 
in her own, unique, yet highly enter- 
taining manner. Many of her songs are 
structured along the lines of Dory 
Previn's works and many go so far as to 
carry a strong, emotional character in a 
rather comic, yet sensitive light. Ms. Mar- 
covitz accompanied herself on piano 
skillfully and received some fine acoustic 
guitar backing from Don Sarlin in making 
for a very complete set. Her debut 
Columbia LP is scheduled for release 
sometime this summer. Judging by her 
performance here, that disk is an eagerly 
anticipated one. 

Preceding the appearance of Aztec 
Two -Step, Chris Rush, a comic from a 
rather off-color mold, performed a guest 
set of some very funny material, most of 
which is, unfortunately, unprintable. The 
comic's delivery is smooth, yet slightly 
nervous, as say, a Woody Allen would 
deliver a fast series of gags. As a "dirty 
comic," Chris Rush is one of the best to 
come around in a long while but it ham- 
pers his commercial potential. Should he 
ever decide to "clean up his act," suc- 
cess will be one point he need never 
worry about. 

Headlining were Aztec Two -Step, still 
the most talented singing-songwriting 
duo in the business. Over the course of 
their brilliant one hour set, the duo (Rex 
Fowler and Neal Schulman) performed 
material from their still incredible Elektra 
LP, "Aztec Two -Step," including the 
mesmerizing "Strangers," "Almost 
Apocalypse" and "Dancers All," along 
with some newer material from their yet 
to be released follow up LP, "There'll 
Always Be A Faster Gun But There'll 
Never Be Another One Like You," in- 
cluding the great title track and a very 
haunting "New York City Lullabye" 
(probably one of the truest songs ever 
written about this city). 

The most powerful aspect of Aztec 
Two -Step's performance is the duo's har- 
mony which is always right on target and 
still, in this reviewer's estimation, ex- 
ceeds those harmonies created by 
Simon and Garfunkel in their early days. 
Rex and Neal are perfectly in tune with 
each other's vocal patterns and the 
resulting harmonies are always sweetly 
angelic. If you have not yet seen this duo 
perform, it is sincerely urged you do so at 
first opportunity. Their shows are always 
total entertainment to the fullest. Should 
they be given the chance on record 
again (the album is being held up for 
unexplained reasons), there's no way 
these two fine artists will be kept a secret 
much longer. Remember the name, 
Aztec Two -Step. Once they are heard 
they will not be forgotten.

porates jazz as well as classical 
elements, and three note chord progres- 
sions just aren't used anymore. The 
phenomenal success of the soundtrack 
"The Sting" is indicative of the decline of 
theater popularity which has been 
replaced by the movie. People are more 
oriented towards movies than they are 
towards theater. Cat Stevens' "Buddah 
And The Chocolate Box" is also in- 
dicative of the progression rock music 
has gone through with the accent on 
more complex music and more meaning- 
ful lyrics. Eclectic jazz and rock is 
represented by "Chicago VII" holding 
the number 7 spot. With "John Denver's 
Greatest Hits" at number 4, "Maria 
Muldaur," at number 6, "Goodbye Yellow 
Brick Road" by Elton John at number 8, 
and "On The Border," by Eagles at num- 
ber 10 there is a strong representation of 
very commercially oriented music that 
encompasses elements from rock, coun- 
try and jazz. Because of the synthesis 
there is a wider appeal of this kind of 
broadly based music that is presently 
predominating the charts. Grand Funk's 
"Shinin' On" and "Bachman -Turner 
Overdrive II" are both representative of 
the hard rock sound that seems to still 
command an appreciative audience, par- 
ticularly with a younger audience. 

The conclusion that can be drawn 
about the current trend is that an easier 
more laid-back sound is at the peak of 
popularity. Music that incorporates a 
variety of elements with its more com- 
plex music is in favor of just straight- 
forward rock 'n' roll. The audience of 
today is marked by a musical 
sophistication which did not exist 10 
years ago. Unfortunately, at this time it 
will be difficult to determine what the 
charts will read like in 1984. However, 
with the circularity of things and the 
repetitive nature of trends it will certainly 
be an interesting era to witness.

Jennings has been categorized as 
a singer of "country soul." Though 
categorizations of this type are arbitrary 
at best, it means that he incorporates a 
little more r&b and rock into his country 
sounds and comes up with a brand of 
music that puts him in the same class as 
Willie Nelson. As a matter of fact he and 
Nelson are good friends and have been 
for quite a while. 

"People are reaching for something to 
be real," he says. And this is why he does 
not alter his set for a specific region. The 
same set he would play in Ft. Worth 
Texas would be played in Los Angeles 
and New York. As a matter of fact he has 
played the Troubadour in Los Angeles 
and this new wave of pop clubs is self ad- 
mittedly a new facet of Jennings' career. 
"I'm into playing showcase places," he 
says and he added "I never change. If 
they (the audience), are going to like us 
they are going to like us for what we do." 
And this firm conviction of musical in- 
tegrity remains the steadfast tenet which 
Jennings gears his music to.

To be sure, all types of games are doing well 
overseas. However, the advent of the video game 
and its vast popularity overseas, especially in 
European and Japanese locations, played a very 
significant role in the heady increase in exports. 

In the main, this prosperity in the foreign is a 
testimony to the engineering, manufacturing and 
sales expertise of American coin people. 
American -made equipment has traditionally held 
sway overseas but never as gloriously as it does 
today.

NAMA Testifies Against Senate Bill 
To Prohibit Nonreturnable Soda Containers 
CHICAGO -A statement opposing the 
proposed U.S. Senate bill to ban 
nonreturnable containers has been filed 
by NAMA in behalf of the vending in- 
dustry, Dick Schreiber, president, an- 
nounced this week. 

Joining other opponents of the federal 
bill, NAMA emphasized that vending 
machine companies have no practical 
way of collecting returnable containers 
since machine locations often are many 
miles away from their headquarters. 

Furthermore, container refund 
payments could not be made by vending 
machines, NAMA stated. 

The statement explained that although 
cup soft drink machines could be used in 
some installations, the canned beverage 
machine is more practical and 

economical in many locations. 
NAMA pointed out that many soft 

drink vending machines are placed in 
factories and similar "inside" locations 
where the alleged highway litter problem 
does not exist. 

The NAMA objection also cited the 
$420,000,000 original investment in 
canned beverage vending equipment 
which would be wiped out since the 
legislation virtually rules out the use of 
can vending machines. 

If canned beverage machines were 
eliminated, the industry would have to 
pass the loss on to the consumer in the 
form of higher prices on other products, 
NAMA told the Subcommittee on En- 
vironment of the Senate Commerce 
Committee in its statement.

Seibu-Music Sets 
Western Label Deals 
TOKYO - Teruchiyo Miyamoto, 
president of Seibu-Music-Corporation 
has returned to Japan after his American 
and European tour that started Mar. 11, 
1974. Through this tour, Miyamoto has 
concluded exclusive agreements with 
some labels in these countries to import 
their records to Japan. According to 
Miyamoto, these deals will be signed for- 
mally with presidents of western -labels 
when the latter visit Japan at the end of 
May and beginning of July. Seibu-Mu- 
sic-Corporation is expected to import 
60,000 copies as the first release in 
Japan in which jazz, country & western, 
easy -listening and classical will be in- 
cluded. The western -labels which Sei - 
bu -Music will deal with have no contracts 
with any other of Japan's record makers. 

Seibu-Music-Corporation will lay em- 
phasis on 2 points about its business 
policy; one is imported records and the 
other is domestic -records.
