Farr, who joined Polvgram as vp of
marketing in Feb., 1973 after 10 vears in
the CBS Records organization. was
named president of Phonodisc last Nov..
when Polygram purchased UDC from
United Artists and changed the name of
the distribution organization to
Phonodisc.

Beltran Leaves
Polydor Inc.

NEW YORK — Gil Beltran has resigned
his post as president of Polvdor, Inc., the
parent company of the MGM and
Polydor labels. Beltran, who assumed
the post last spring. said he would “pur-
sue other interests,” which he will reveal
at alater date.

‘I began my professional life.” he said
in a statement, “in the technical field. Cir-
cumstances took me from it into the
music and international business areas.
But, after long soul-searching. | have re-
evaluated the role | want to play in the
future. And this has led me to request
that Polygram's (Corporation) top
management relieve me of my contrac-
tual obligations to them. Thev have
ceded to my request.

Beltran, who has been replaced by Bill
Farr (see separate story), joined Polvdor,
inc. after serving as general manager of
RCA Records. He had previously
operated RCA's recording operations in
Spain and Brazil.

Of Copyright Act

WASHINGTON — Seven vears after the
House passed its revision of the
Copyright Act of 1909, the Senate last
week cleared its own bill by a vote of 70
to1.

Recording companies and artists lost.
however, two proposed additions to the
Copyright Act. The Senate turned down
a long-sought after performance rovalty
for labels and artists, and. despite a late-
hour appeal to the Senate bv the Re-
cording Industry Association of America
(RIAA), the mechanical rovalty paid by
labels to writers and publishers was in-
creased to 3¢. The Copvright Subcom-
mittee had approved a new 23%¢
mechanical rate, but the full Senate
Judiciary Committee made it 3¢.

The passage of the bill is an important
step in the direction of the first revision
of the Copyvright Act in 65 vears. vet
there is no chance that the House will
work on the Senate bill this vear. The
House Judiciary Committee has had its
hands full taking up the matter of former
President Nixon's impeachment. and
considering the nomination of Nelson
Rockefeller as President Ford's choice
for vice president. The Senate bill is not
likely to survive this session of congress.
but will be available for passage again
sometime next vear.

The Senate bill retains new copvright
provisions long seen as likely to be in-
corporated into a new copyright act.
Thev include copyright protection for life
plus 50 vears. instead of copvright
protection for 28 vears plus another
renewal period of 28 vears. and a rovalty
payment to publishers and writers by
jukebox operators of $8 per jukebox on
an annual basis. The increased copyvright
protection would bring the longevity of
protection in the U.S. in line with most
nations of the world. In recent vears.
Congress has been extending copvright
protection on songs that would other-
wise have gone into the Public Domain
in anticipation of the new time period.

The performance fee amendment was
defeated largely on the strength of a
deletion amendment introduced by Sen.
Sam Ervin (D-No. Carolina). He cited
possible constitutional barriers, and
claimed that revenues in the recording
industry were higher than that of the
radio industry. "Both industries are
growing, but the record industry is
growing faster,” he stated. Sen. John
Pastore (D-R.1.) also objected to the per-
formance fee for labels and artists.

RIAA Praises
Senate Stance
On Pirates

HOLLYWOOD — The following
statement was issued by Stanley M. Gor-
tikov, president. Recording Industry As-
sociation of America, Inc.:

The recording industry is truly grateful
for the full Senate's prompt passage of
anti-piracy copyright legislation. This
paves the way for the final legislative
steps in gaining permanent protection.
The Senate's action was particularly
rewarding in view of the imminence of
the Congressional recess and the end-
of-the-vear lapse of the current law.

We were understandably disappointed
but not surprised at the Senate's
disavowal of performance rights for
musicians, artists and recording com-
panies, but the political pressures
brought by broadcasters were over-
whelming The issue remains very much

On Recordings OK’s |
By Senate Action |

WASHINGTON —A permanent
copyright for recording was passed by
the Senate last week by a voice vote.

The original amendment to the
Copyright Act was set to expire on Dec.
31, nearly three vears after it took effect
on Feb. 15 1972 The House is ex-
pected to act on the bill before the end of
the year.

In addition to establishing a permanent
copyright on recordings—a major factor
in a more aggressive pursuit of tape
pirates—the Senate actionon bill $.3976
also increased the penalties to violators
of the law. The original amendment cal-
led for a charge of a misdemeanor with
up to one vear in jail and/or a $1000 fine.
This has been increased to a first offense
penalty of up to three vears in jail and/or
a $25.000 fine. and a second offense
penalty of up to seven vears in jail and/or
a$50,000 fine.

LOS ANGELES — Howard Stark,
executive vice president of ABC
Records. has announced the appoint-
ment of Bill Mulhern as director in
charge of east coast operations and sales
for the label. Mulhern succeeds John
Rosica. who will assume new duties in
the company’'s Los Angeles office.

In his new position, Mulhern will be
responsible for laving the administrative
groundwork for ABC's rapidly expanding
New York office and will supervise the
office’s dailv activities.

CPI Demonstrates
New Print System

NEW YORK - Screen Gems-Columbia
Publications, through its parent com-
pany. Columbia Pictures Industries. Inc.,
has obtained the patent on a new music
print invention. the Music Phototype
Stave Board.

The Stave Board was demonstrated to
the music trade by its inventor. Edgar
Cohen. a veteran of over 50 vears in
music printing, and Academy Award-
winning composer, Marvin Hamlisch at a
press conference Sept. 10

The Music Phototvpe Stave Board
simplifies the music compositing system
and cuts printing time dramatically
Cohen estimated that the Stave Board
saves printers almost 50% of the time
presently taken to print a page of sheet
music. The new process eliminates
special tools. plate engraving, and paper
stamping applications. A simple offset
silkscreening process is used instead.
Additionally, notes are placed in the
stave In succession and spaced left or
right as desired before the assembly
goes to the camera for printing. In-
dividual notes erroneously placed on the
staves can be instantly corrected In the
present printing processes, the entire
staff must be removed for each mistake.
There is also no margin of error for slight
deviation of the notes from their proper
position

Cohen also said that the printers can
be instructed on the operation of the
board in five hours. Existing systems of
music compositing require four months
of training and vears of experience for
proper operation. Hamlisch demon-
strated the symplicity of the Stave Board
svstem as he discussed the art of music
calligraphy. He properly placed the
notes for the first few bars of his song
“The Way We Were." on the stave in a
matter of minutes

The first use of the Music Phototvpe
Stave Board by Screen Gems-Columbia
was in July 71, the patent was obtained
in June 74 Thev plan limited licensing
of the system to the music print industry.

TROUBADOUR — Dan Hicks. sans Hot
Licks, has lost none of his engagingly
berserk stage appeal in the transition.
Jabbering almost incoherently into the
microphone. fingers twitching across his
guitar. his scatting vocals and oddball
sense of timing are unique enough to
establish him as a highly original stylist.

His repertoire was eveniy mixed be-
tween old Hicks standards (if there is
such a thing) from past Blue Thumb LPs
(“Where's The Money,” “Last Train To
Hicksville’) and new songs that are cur-
rently being recorded up in San Fran-
cisco. Standouts in the set were a pair of
upbeat, free-form compositions penned
by fellow ABC-Blue Thumb recording ar-
tist John Griton and an old Hicks favorite
(*In a slight country vein,” said Hicks)
called “"Cowbov's Dream No. 19." the
opener in an altogether zany set.

Hicks  band was unintroduced and
remained very much in the background
throughout the set. Too bad, because on
the few occasions they had to break
loose, they proved themselves to be a
more than adequate backup group.

Opening for Hicks was Fantasy record-
ing artist Michael Dinner who came off as
avoung Jim Croce. His stage composure
was excellent and featured his consum-
mate ability as a singer/songwriter.

There's nothing like an Al Green Show.
The excitement, the fanfare and the
energy is all there whenever he per-
forms. but on opening night at his week
long engagement here. he was superb.

Doing numbers from his hit LP’s, in-
cluding “I'm So Tired Of Being Alone,
“I'm Still In Love With You," “Let's Get
Married,” “Jesus |s Awaiting.” "Love And
Happiness' and his inimitable version of
the Bee Gees "How Can You Mend A
Broken Heart.” Al demonstrated that he
is indeed one of the most exciting per-
fomers on the scene today.

His eleven piece band was up to
Green’'s antics, accenting his movements
each time he gave awav one his long
stemmed roses to an anxious and happy
female. it's become a trademark and one
of those great show biz flourishes that
suits him perfectly.

From start to finish Green's show was a
studv in dedicated professionalism. The
extemporaneous choreography which
almost cost him a $15000 diamond
bracelet in Atlantic City two weeks ago
went hand in hand with the patented
Green/Willie Mitchell ‘tonto beat that
has tvpified so many of his hits.

Eachof Green'stunes was well paced
and the chill of the evening didn't
diminish the ability of his band to func-
tion at top level. Now that he's a super-
star (not just in R&B. but across the
board) he displavs a confidence and self
assurance that is nearly overwhelming at
times. especially when he holds the mike
far from his lips and is still audible
throughout the 5000 seat arena. To sav
the least Al Green is Otis” heir apparent.

The Dramatics, the Chess/Janus act
who opened for the Hi recording star.

Manhattan Transfer

WOLMAN RINK, CENTRAL PARK,
NEW YORK — The Pointer Sisters are
one of the most exciting pop acts in the
states. The Blue Thumb artists pre-
sented an intelligent and sensuous inter-
pretation of old hits, blues classics and
jazz standards. Their updating of Dizzie
Gillespie and Charlie Parker's “Salt
Peanuts’ was perhaps the clearest
demonstration of their flawless mixing of
an up-time vocal with a counterpointed,
harmonic instrumental. The band, an ex-
tremely talented group of musicians,
provided both technical precision and an
empathetic feeling for the Pointers’
style. The group's rapid rise to stardom is
a result of their knowledge of their
music's historical context and their
ability to reintegrate those compositions
into an altered musical reality. The warm
reception the Pointer Sisters received
was both a tribute to their musicianship
and their ability to entertain.

Manhattan Transfer opened the bill
and gave a mellow if lack-luster per-
formance. The accompaniment was
technically satisfactory but uninspired.
and detracted from the well-mixed vocal
harmonies. Manhattan Transfer's
theatrics are nostalgia for the sake of
nostalgia and, as such, fail to take ac-
count of recent developments in music
and an increasingly sophisticated
modern audience.

Gilbert O’Sullivan
HOLLYWOOD BOWL — A&M's Karen
and Richard Carpenter, their versatile
five man backup group, all backed up by
the Hollvwood Bowl Orchestra, is a more
perfect entertainment combination than
the old Brooklyn Dodgers. How do vou
‘review’ such a perfect performance ex-
cept to say "Bravo and then briefly
outline some of the numerous highpoints
of the evening.

The outstanding effect is not so much
in the practiced precision of their set. nor
in the gorgeous and metered mixture of
rock. pop and classical. It is the marvel of
Karen's vaice . . . flirting now with a con-
tralto. then with soul; and the demanding
perfection of Richard's musicianship and
firm direction of every performer on the
stage from the minute he stepped on, to
the final goodbve.

What's remarkable is that the audience
(which spanned every age and music
taste) knew every Carpenter hit before
Richard could strike three piano notes or
Karen pronounce the second word, and
would break into applause to let the
group know theyv were right with them.
Little need to list the roster of smash hits.
except when Karen did "Sing A Song’ to
the accompaniment of a dozen or so
school kids brought in for the backup. It
clearly touched every heart

Two more portions of the evening
deserve special indication; when the
Carpenters and their own group (without
the assistance of the orchestra) sawed
thru a smack medly of choice oldies, and
when Richard made Bowl history by
recreating the magic of his Warsaw Con-
certo performance at the grand piano
backed up by the Bowl Ork

Gilbert O'Sullivan, London Records’
whiz of 'Alone Again. Naturally’ found
lots of friends at the Bowl to drive away
his lonliness at this, his first gig in Los
Angeles. Gilbert charmed the crowd with
his subtle Irish humor and had the toes
tappin’ and the feet bangin’ with his
unique and often plaintive rock/pop
tunes. The majority of his set was
devoted to tunes from his LP's, punc-
tuated with the O’'Sullivan hits "Clair

Get Down' and of course. "Alone
Again.

THE LOBSTER HOUSE, MARINA DEL
REY — Don Mangano, formerly Jose
Feliciano's manager, has discovered an
exceptionally protean male song stylist
in Frank Ricci. His comely confident
countenance is tantamount to his equally
rich and expressive singing voice. His
emotional interpretations of familiar
tunes written by todav's contemporary
songwriters like Neil Diamond. Mac
Davis, and others come across as if they
were brand new tunes rather than
rechauffe hits. In fact one might say of
Ricci's enormous talents, that he is a
songwriter's singer. Ricci reminds vou of
Neil Diamond at times and Tom Jones at
other times. He's just as good as
Diamond when he's singing, and judging
from the response of females in the
audience. just as good as Jones when
he's gvrating. Women watching seemed
friable by Frank's every intonation while
on the other hand the male species reac-
tion to Ricci was best summed up by a
non-committal tvpe who bellowed, "Hey.
that guv's good.” This no doubt will be
the same sentiments felt bv record
executives looking for the next male to
musically merchandise. Highlights to his
set included "Solitary Man.” "Since | Fell
For You," "A Little Less Conversation,
“Lean It All On Me,” and an exciting
original "1 Think I'm Gonna Die.” This lat-
ter tune has the makings of a great pop
and country crossover record.

Bowie is a magnificent showman and Radio City is
a truly magnificent hall, but $25.00 a pair may be a bit too steep for many fans of the
artist. It seems now. more than ever, that the embattled consumer should stand up for
his rights and let promoters know exactly what can be afforded and what can't. Seems
| remember those good old days when a good ticket could be purchased at the old Fil-
Imore East for $3.50. Think about it.

Freud wrote. “Life is impoverished. it loses interest, when the highest stake in the
| game of living, life itself, may not be risked. It becomes as shallow and empty as, let us
say. an American flirtation.” The recording industry has it'sown high stakes where the
lives of their stars face only really one ultimate pernicious risk and that is should they
turn out to be only "an American flirtation.” rather than “"an American musical
tradition.” Now what does Steppenwolf's John Kay have in common with the Austrian
neurologist and psychoanalysist Sigmund Freud? Nothing except that the music of
John Kay and Steppenwolf have been known to affect every nerve of a listener's
body, as well as their minds and libidos. Other than that Freud and John Kay have
nothing to do with each other. The music of Steppenwolf was born thirty vears after
Sigmund’s death. Changing their group's name from The Sparrows, they signed with
ABC/Dunhill Records where producer Gabriel Mekler renamed them Steppenwolf,
after Hesse's novel of the same title. They quickly established themselves as a
frenetic rock group, as popular as, but of a more maccho mien than The Doors.

In 1967 Steppenwolf unveiled their act as Whisky plaving second bill to John
Mayall's Blues Breakers and then three short months later they played there again
only this time as the main attraction. The group which then consisted of Rushton John
Moreve (bass). Jerry Edmonton plaving drums, Michael Monarch on guitar, Goldy Mc-
John at organ, and Kay on vocals, found themselves catapulted to fame via hit records
like "Sookie, Sookie.” "Born To Be Wild," and "Magic Carpet Ride." All thru the late
sixties Kay and Steppenwolf were atop of the charts and then in 1970 The Steppen-
wolf stirps separated and Kay pursued a solo career for awhile. Edmonton and Mc-
John formed two groups. Seven and ManBeast. This more or less deciduous period
ended the moment the Steppenwolf group rejoined to tour Europe in 1972. The tour
was so well received that they decided to record again

The group. now comprised of John Kay, Jerry Edmonton, George Biondo (bass,
vocals), Goldy McJohn, and Bobby Cochran (formerly with Kindred) on lead guitar.
went to music mentor Bobby Roberts and signed with his successful Mums label, a
division of Landers/Roberts. Their new Mums single "Straight Shootin' Woman.™ is
soaring up the charts (44 bullet this week] right along with their debut "Slow Flux.”
album. They have demonstrated that they are not just an American flirtation but
rather an American tradition in rock. Robert's risk in the high stakes of aleatory acts
already looks as if it will be a rewarding one.

Prior to embarking on their first tour together in two vears to promote the new
single and album, John Kay and Jerry Edmonton stopped by Cash Box. John had
several things to do before leaving for their commencing concert in Canada. First he
had to go to the dentist. He had a very bad absessed tooth. It had to be pulled After
that he was going to workroom 27 for a final fitting of his $3,000 wardrobe of beaded
chain and armored accessories. If Hesse was writing this he would have probably
been inclined to reverse the order of these events. Picture. if vou will, John Kay going
first for his fitting and then upon putting on his costume find that he prefers the metal
garb to his tame trousers. Not wanting to ever remove his panoply, he proceeds to the
| dentist's office. The dentist. not much dented by Kay's attire does. however, remark !

like your outfit. If it was melted down it would fill an awful lot of teeth.” Next the den-

tist asks if Kay would like a shot of novocaine but Kay feeling rather brave as he
reexamines his brawny brigandine of metal. brazenly declines. The magic of the
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metal. the alchemist's dream, was all he remembered looking at. He had passed out
and was now dreaming. His mind was in a ‘slow flux' as it went off deep into the sub-
CONSCIOUS.

"Where am |, Kay asked in bewilderment. At the dentist?” He continued to query
in a panic this time not placated by the fact that he was wearing an armored panoply.
Again he questioned "Am | at the dentist?” "No.” Sigmund replied and then stressed
“But please let me ask the questions here
Freud:You're mich brighter than the average rock star. Were vou a precocious child?
Kay: It was the exceptional academic background | had as a youngster in a private
school in Germany. Much more advanced than the usual sort of curriculum.
Freud:Then you were the most likely to succeed in vour class??

Kay: No. You see | moved to Canada and went to a middle class. affluent college
preparatory. You see Sigmund. to guote Simon. the stuff taught there was “crap.
Freud: Then vou studied scatology?

Kay: 1 didn't go in for the specious dogmas they were laving down and so me and a
few other dudes wore leather jackets and bootlegged booes for the other kids.

Freud: So your peers found vou popular this way?

Kay:Yes. But not my teachers. | nearly flunked out

Freud:Did you in fact go on to the university?

Kay: | wentto UCLA for awhile to study folklore and music.

Freud:What did folklore teach vou?

Kay: That the educational system is a myth. It was more of the same crap. So | made a
move.

Freud:Yes, what was significant about your next movement?

Kay:| sang with the Sparrows.

Freud:Was it very difficult?

Kay:No itwas acinch.

Freud:You mean a finch. don't vou?

Kay:We did pretty good, Edmonton, McJohn. and myself playing as many as six sets a
night, making $1.000 a week. and then we flew to the west coast.

Freud First you sang with the sparrows and after this initiation they tet vou (pauses to
stroke his beard) fly with them when they migrated”?

Kay: We appeared at clubs in Los Angeles. signed contracts, and became overnight
stars.

Freud:What constellation is it that is made up of sparrows?

Kay:We went from Sparrows to Steppenwolf and became a success

Freud: From sparrows to wolves and a howling success you say?

Kay: Yea. we recorded "Born to be Wild,” which was used in the film "Easy Rider.
and that made people identify us with leather and chrome.

Freud:Let me get this clear, you identified yourself with sparrows and wolves and vou
feel that people identified you with leather and this thing you call chrome?

Kay:Yea., it was that bikers flick which gave us our visual ID.

Freud: You speak of the id??

Kay:We continued to make hit records and then we split up.

Freud: Split up? Schizoid. huh?

Kay:We have now rejoined and are making it again with "Straight Shootin' Woman.
Freud: Oedipus complex too. You have sexual libido for vour mother?

Kay: We love our Mums. We're flving to Canada tomorrow to perform Well Sigmund
what do vou think?

The dentist answers “What do | think? It's really up to vou as to whether or not vou
want a gold or silver filler. Silver does not match what your wearing.

Kay: I'll take the silver now and change it to gold when "Straight Shootin' Woman.
turns gold.

Perhaps one might alter Freud's opening quote to read “Life is impoverished, it
loses interest, without imagination.” Steppenwolf's imagination is made evident by
their music, their lyrics (the new album features tunes written by each band member).
their costumes, their new concert sets (uniquely designed to conceal amps and unat-
tractive wires until, as Kay commented. someone designs a more aesthetic looking
amp system). and their overall individual personalities. Actually contrary to this
story's imaginary interlocution, both Kay, Edmonton, and the rest of Steppenwolf
reserve the metal wardrobe strictly for performances and maintain mufti everywhere
else. However much like our dream sequence. once Kay and group are in their
costumes they claim that the virile vestures tend to make their psyche feel more ag-
gressive. more prepared to handle the “crackling energy.” awaiting them in the
audience.

Of their new label association with Mums, one of the most imaginative creative
companies in the business. Kay expressed that the group is long last with the kind of
label which they had in fact always imagined must have existed somewhere.

Kay affirmed that his straight shootin’ relationship with Mums' Bobby Roberts, Hal
Landers, Larry Dougias, and Steve McCormick is so fine that he practically considers
them all a part of the group. If we left things up to Hesse again. he'd make the
executives at Mums part of the group and would have them this very minute at
Workshop 27, being fitted for the latest fall fashions in metal. To paraphrase one of
Kay's lyrics off of the new "Slow Flux,” LP, One might say that Steppenwolf are
“Children of the night howling at the gate/ Here to claim forgotten dreams/ . . and to
their fans, their return has been all worth the wait

Cliff Cochran

A Family Affair — By his own admission,
Cliff Cochran has been singing as long as
he can remember. The beginnings of
those remembrances were formed in
Pascagoula. Mississippi where he was
born and were furthered in Greenville.
Mississippi where he was raised. His
father, who “liked to move around a lot.”
as Cliff puts it., moved the family to
Califormia when Cliff was 11.

Although the name Cliff Cochran may
be relatively new to the country music
field, his stvle bears the unmistakable
mark of excellence that has made
famous the name of Hank Cochran
(Cliff's cousin. producer, and writer)

involved in the country music business
himself. As Cliff Cochran’'s manager Don

talent and plenty of material between
Hank and himself. but he needed a
producer. | wanted Hank to do it but all
he wanted to do was sit on his boat and
write songs.”

After much coaxing., Hank finally
agreed to be the producer. and thev
went into the studio. In one take. thev
came out with “"The Way I'm Needing
You,  his first release on Enterprise
Records (a division of The Stax
Organization). Now with his single climb-
ing the national country charts. Cliff's
first album is on the wav also entitled
“The Way I'm Needing You.” The album
incorporates the writing talents of the
entire Cochran family, as well as others.
and promises to establish Cliff Cochran
as one of the most outstanding new
country artists around today.

right “Victory”

Final Action Expected by Late '75

CHICAGO — "We are happy to report a
solid victory in the recent U.S. Senate
battle over S.1361, the bill for general
revision of the copvright law. We won
evervthing we asked for,” declared MOA
executive vice president Fred Granger
last week. upon the victorious Senate
floor vote.

The bill went to the Senate floor for
debate on Friday, Sept. 9th in favor of
the jukebox operators.

The amendments, introduced in our
behalf by Senators Sam Ervinand Ernest
Hollings. and co-sponsored by a number
of other senators. all passed. said
Granger. "These amendments
eliminated from the bill all provisions
that would establish a statutory record-
ing arts rovalty. and deleted from the bill
authority for a Copvright Rovalty
Tribunal to readjust the $8 performance
rovalty. And finally, the proposed 50¢
registration fee was deleted from the
bill,” Granger stated.

As operators know, the bill now must
go back to the House of Representatives
inorder that both House and Senate ver-
sions become uniform in every detail. All
provisions effecting the jukebox industry
are alreadv uniform in both House and
Senate versions. The House bill was
passed in 1967.

Insiders feel, however, that the
measure will not reach the president's
desk for signature during this busy ses-
sion.

Senator John McClellan. chief floor
sponsor of the bill. said he hoped that the
Senate would pass the measure again
early next vear after the 94th Congress
convened so that the House could com-
plete final action on the long-studied bill
byvthe end of 1975,

— APCO Produc-
tions has begun a new record service for
Wisconsin operators involving free
singles of music performed by local
talent. According to firm exec Alan
Posniak:

“During the past ten vears, many of the
state’'s most popular bands have
released dozens of records. Many of
these recordings were not available to
local operators due to poor distribution.
Of many of these recordings local
operators were not even aware, because
they did not receive the radio play given
to recordings of national groups. Many of
these recordings. had they been on
jukeboxes, would have been very
profitable to the operator.

“"We now offer such recordings free,
including title strips and flvers an-
nouncing the releases. We will send
enough copies of each recording, as it is
released, to cover all of vouth oriented.
rock and roll, top 40 jukeboxes. Our only
requirement is that the operator write
the records positions in the spaces
provided on the flver. and that he post
the flvers in a visible position near each
jukebox.

“Presently, to turn a recording into a
hit requires much radio play. Such play is
near impossible for a local record. We
believe, however, that jukeboxes could
provide enough exposure to make a
record a hit, if it is good enough, and if it
is by a popular enough group. This is
where we stand to gain from our service.

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NARAS Takes Strong
Anti-Piracy Stand

NEW YORK — Emphasizing that tape
piracy wrecks not only economic but also
artistic havoc on its members. as well as
on the recording industry in general, the
National Board of the Recording
Academy {(NARAS) highlighted its
three-day meeting last weekend (7-9).
NARAS took the strongest stand it its
17-vear history when it empowered its
national president. Bill Lowery, to form
and head an Anti-Piracy Committee to
“educate all persons concerning the ar-
tistic and economic abuses emanating
from record piracy and to cooperate with
law enforcement and other governmen-
tal agencies in their efforts to curb this
abusive practice.

The 22-man Board unanimously
agreed that pirated tapes. in addition to
depriving its members of huge financial
benefits. often demean and denegrate
their artistic achievements through ex-
tremely shoddy reproductions. President
Lowery indicated that he would an-
nounce the names of those whom he
plans to appoint to the Anti-Piracy Com-
mittee within a few weeks.

The meeting. attended by trustees
from Los Angeles, New York, Chicago.
Nashville. Atlanta, Memphis, and San
Francisco also focused on various other
Academy activities. It paved the way for
possible absorption by the NARAS
Educational Institute of the San Fran-
cisco based College for Recording Arts.
which would give the Institute an actual
instructional facility for the preparation
and implementation of special
educational seminars. Leo Kulka was
elected to succeed Bill Williams as the
Institute's president with Henry Romersa
remaining as co-ordinator.

in other matters. the Board approved
expanded voting procedures for
nominations to the NARAS Hall of Fame

. and voted to continue its search for a
permanent site for the Hall, discussed
plans for a temporary display at Univer-
sal City; and approved expanded
publicity plans submitted by Connie
DeNave of International Media As-
sociates, including a new bi-monthly
newsletter. The Board also voted funds
for a booklet outlining all Grammy
Awards voting criteria to be prepared by
national manager Christine Farnon and
special consultant George Simon. and
approved certain minor Grammy Awards
procedure refinements.
