Two events last week — one happy, one sad — brought to mind the exciting
era of “live” television in terms of the entertainment field. The “live" telecast of
the Frank Sinatra concert at Madison Square Garden on Sunday, Oct. 13, was
the happy situation, while news, several hours later, of the death of Ed Sullivan
took one’s thoughts to earlier days of TV when Sullivan hosted a “live” Sunday
night cornucopia of talent.

Sinatra proved there is something missing in this day-and-age of tape
prime-time programs, particularly those shows offering talent from the world
of music and recordings. And that missing element can be summed up inthe
word “spontaneity.” The Sinatra show was not subject — as taped shows are —
to editing that makes everything perfect to a fault. Even Sinatra requesting
some admiring “hecklers” to cool it was a refreshing departure, since such a
sequence during a taping would probably have been left on the cutting room
floor. Also, the Sinatra special was not subject to newspaper reviews
beforehand, and so we didn't get a blow-by-blow description of what we could
expect to see and hear.

For most of his quarter-of-a century as host of "Toast of the Town™ and, later,
“The Ed Sullivan Show,"” Sullivan put on his shows “live,” and in later years he
was proud of this decision in the face of other variety shows and “specials”
taking the convenient way out through tape, and all the artificiality that could
mean. By keeping his show “live,” Sullivan achieved a maximum spontaneity
by being able to program acts — musical performers included — at a moment'’s
notice. Thus, if something exciting broke in the world of entertainment a few
days before going on the air, Sullivan could program the performer involved —
greatly increasing through timeliness the impact of his show. For recordings, it
could mean a tremendous “plug” for a new recording when, in fact, they were
still new. There were dozens of examples of Sullivan’s knack of seizing the
moment with regard to late-hour programming, most recently his quick
response to Beatlemania in 1964 when he showcased the Beatles when they
first arrived in America.

Even without its generous support of music industry performers, “live”
variety show television had the ability to put developments in the
entertainment world on the same basis as a “news bulletin.” The Sinatra
concert and the passing of Ed Sullivan are reminders that “live" television was,
perhaps, the real measure of what nostalgia buffs like to call “The Golden Era
of TV.” We wonder who will be the first to fend off the cries
“it-can't-be-done-again,” and prove that it can — and therefore open a new
“golden era” of “live” prime-time TV.

‘With Melodyland Records

Ewart Abner, president of Motown
Records, this week announced a major
step in the company's growth with the
formation of Melodyland. a label created
for the distribution and sale of country
and western product.

Melodyland's first artist will be Pat
3oone, whose single, “Candy Lips,” was
produced in Nashville by Norro Wilson,
and written by Boone, Wilson and Carmo
Taylor. and will be shipped in late Oc-
tober. Also on the label's starting roster
will be the Pat Boone Family, and Jerry
Naylor of the "Continental Country™ syn-
dicated radio show. Negotiations are
currently underway with other artists and
will be announced shortly.

Boone. previously with Dot and MGM,

Widdicombe, who was west coast
regional promotion man for Atlantic
Records, joins two other former Atlantic
Records staffers. Abe Hoch and Peter
Senoff, who last week joined Belkin's
Motown team. Widdicombe also served
as country and western promotion man
independently and for MGM Records as
head of national country promotion. He
will be based in Motown's Los Angeles
headquarters.

‘The new label,’ Belkin stated, “will
give Motown a fuller image. broaden its
product and give the record company
greater diversification.”

HOLLYWOOD — Mo Ostin, chairman of
the board of Warner Brothers Records
and Joe Smith, the label's president
have announced in Burbank a joint
agreement with Phil Spector to
distribute and market Warner Spector
Records in both the U. S. and Canada.

Under the agreement, Warners will
begin releasing new product in the next
few weeks on the Warner-Spector label
and announcements of that product will
be forthcoming from Spector. Warner-
Spector will also retain rights to release
the Philles Records catalog of hits
produced by Spector during the 60s.

NARAS ‘Fame’ Dist.
Entries Led By
Bing Crosby

HOLLYWOOD — The Record Academy
(NARAS) has released the list of record-
ings recommended for entry into its
recently created Hall of Fame, with Bing
Crosby whose “"White Christmas”™ was
honored last year, heading the list of the
most entered artists with 20 recom-
mended recordings.

The preponderance of the 745 record-
ings, all released before the 1958 advent
of the academy’'s Grammy Awards, come
from the swing era. with 119 classical
recordings also appearing on the list that
covers the entire musical spectrum.

Second to Crosby is Benny Goodman
with 15 recordings: then Frank Sinatra
(14). the Andrew Sisters and Charley
Parker, the post-swing era jazz giant, tied
for 12 (followed by Tommy Dorsey 11,
and Duke Ellington and Glen Milier 10)
each.

The recording academy's hall of fame
was established last year to recognize
recordings of outstanding qualitative and
historical significance. Each year's mem-
bers are invited to recommend entries to
the nominations and selections commit-
tee with the stipulation that they must
have been released before the Gram-
my's were awarded. Last year the first
five to enter the hall. in addition to
Crosby's White Christmas, Louis Arm-
strong's Western Blues. Nat Cole's
Christmas Song, Coleman Hawkins Body
and Love, and Whiteman's Rhapsody in
Blue.

The academy's 90 member hall of
fame nominations and elections commit-
tee composed of recording and musical
experts. 1s now filling in its ballots, due
QOct. 29th. that willi establish the 25
finalists. A second round of voting by the
same committee will determine the five
recordings to be entered this year into
the hall of fame. These will be announ-
ced during the academy's live TV special
The Grammy Awards Show on March 1st
over the entire CBS network.

"I Can Hear Music’ by the Ronettes.
"Wait Til My Bobby Gets Home" and
“Christmas (Baby Please Come Home)"
by Darlene Love, "You've Lost That
Lovin' Feelin'.”

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Bachman-Turner; Bad Company:
Splinter Groups Top The Charts

NEW YORK — Two splinter groups, Bad
Company and Bachman-Turner Over-
drive, are heading this week's Cash Box
singles and albums listings, marking the
first time in the past year that two such
spin-off groups have reached this
position at the'same time.

It is noteworthy to point out that both
of these groups were formed by mem-
bers of major acts who had a desire to
return to simple song oriented rock and
rolf.

in the case of Bad Company, their
album reached the number one position
on Oct. 5. with the single “Can't Get
Enough,” following it to the top of the
Cash Box charts three weeks later, Com-
prised of former members of Mott the
Hoople, King Crimson and Free, Bad
Company's single and album are the first
releases of Led Zeppelin's Swan Song
record label.

According to Swan Song vice-
president Danny Goldberg. “Bad Com-
pany's past affiliations were useful to
radio and press in that it initially got
people to listen to them. but the public
buys the music and not the affiliations.
The fact that they are on Led Zeppelin's
label might have helped.” he adds. “but
in the long run, it's the music that deter-
mines whether ornot a record will sell.

RCA’s Sarnoff:
New Funding To
Aid Arts Deficit

HOLLYWOOD — Fresh fund raising ap-
proaches are needed to help the arts in
America meet a deficit that now exceeds
$1 billion a year and that could tripie by
1880, according to RCA chairman
Robert W. Sarnoff.

Speaking at the dedication last week
of Loyola Marymount University College
of Fine Arts and Communication Arts,
where he received the honorary degree
of Doctor of Fine Arts, Sarnoff said that
increased revenues must be accom-
panied by a more business like attitude
in the arts organizations, since “in many
cases their financial troubles are com-
plicated by inept management.

The RCA chief executive, who is also
chairman of the business committee for
the arts, cited evidence of an untapped
public potential of additional aid to the
arts. and he suggested that three ap-
proaches might be explored.

A system that would enable individual
teenagers to add from $5 to $50 to their
income tax bill and earmark it as a deduc-
tible contribution to be turned over to
the National Endowment for the Arts for
distribution.

Wider adoption of the federated com-
munity and fund-raising technique that
has gained increased support for the arts
inseveral of the nations cities.

Wider use of the principle of matching
grants by government and private in-
stitutions supporting the arts.

Stating that the performing arts and
other creative activities cannot make
their way unaided. Sarnoff said that no
way has yet been found to provide aid in
adequate measures. At the same time,
he added the plight of the arts has been
intensified by efforts to meet the im-
mense growth of public enthusiasm.

‘For the most of performing arts. every
ticket sold represents an operating loss,
said Sarnoff. “The average symphony or-
chestra earns about 45 percent of its
budget. The ticket revenues of the
average opera company cover about

Ringo and Paul McCart-
ney all had records on Apple which
didn't do well when the label first started
and Apple was the Beatles label and the
Beatles were the biggest group in the
world.”

“You can't ignore the music,” Gold-
berg maintains, "Few artists are able to
write great rock songs that people will
want to go out and buy these days. With
Bad Company, the emphasis i1s on sim-
plicity and simplicity has always been the
key on good rock and roll.

Mike Gormley, director of publicity for
Mercury Records agrees. "The intricate
things have their place, but groups like
Bachman-Turner Overdrive and Bad
Company are bringing the simplicity
back to rock and roll. People have turned
to dancing again at concerts whether
ushers are going to tolerate it or not and |
think that's also had an effect.”

Gormley similarly points to Randy
Bachman's previous affiliation with the
Guess Who which created the initial in-
terest with the press. “After a year, the
Guess Who didn't enter into the picture
any more and people stopped ingquiring
about them when they interviewed the
group.

BTO's third album, "Not Fragile,”
reached the top of the album listings this
week while “You Aint Seen Nothing
Yet," their latest single is currently
climbing the charts and is bulleted at
#7. B-TO's second album, “B.T.O. II”
(#35 this week) has already surpassed
platinum status.

Ed Sullivan
Dead At 73

NEW YORK — Ed Sullivan, 73, the
Broadway columnist and newspaperman
who became one of television’s most
famous master of ceremonies, died Sun-
day, Oct. 13 of cancer at Lenox Hill
Hospital, New York.

Sullivan has been a familiar Broadway
face for at least five decades. Through he
was involved in many areas of show
business, he first gained national recog-
nition through the 1948 TV show. "The
Toast of the Town.” The name was even-
tually changed to "The Ed Sullivan
Show,” and in it's heyday, the show at-
tracted an estimated 45-50,000,000
viewers a week. During the show's
lifetime he made many trips abroad. in-
cluding to the Soviet Union, to film acts
and sequences for his show. During his
25 year TV lifespan, Sullivan introduced
many entertainers, including Dean Mar-
tin and Jerry Lewis, Jackie Gleason,
Maria Callas, Elvis Presley, Rudolph
Nureyev and the Beatles. Sullivan's syn-
dicated Daily News column was a great
aid in attracting top performers to his
show.

In 1967, The Billy Rose Theatre, the
showplace for his “really big shew" was
renamed The Ed Sullivan Theatre. An
organization created by the entertain-
ment unions, The Theatre Authority
elected Sullivan president in 1963, The
Friars honored him with an abbotship in
1972

Sullivan is survived by a daughter,
Elizabeth Precht, three sisters and a
brother, and five grandchildren.

Copyright Law Symposium Number 21
by the Columbia University Press was an-

Authors and Publishers. -
The 286-page symposium contains six

legal essays selected for national awards
in the 33-year-old Burkan Competition,
which honors the performing rights
society’'s first general counsel. The
national award winning papers written by
students in United States law schools
were selected by a distinguished panel
of judges. These were chief justice
Samuel Freedman of the Court of Ap-
peals in Manitoba, Canada, the
honorable William M. McAllister of the
Supreme Court of Oregon,.and the
honorable George Rose Smith of the
Supreme Court of Arkansas. The paper
which won the national first prize of
$1,500 was Barry W. Tyerman'’s study of
"The Economic Rationale for Copyright
Protection for Published Books: A Reply
to Professor Breyer' written while a
student at the University of California
Schoo! of Law at L. A. The second prize
essay on “Jazz and Copyright: A Study in
Improvised Protection” was contributed
by Marshall J. Nelson while at North-

western U. School of Law. ]
In light of the current discussions con-

cerning copyright revision and the
legislation just passed by the Senate,
there will be substantial interest in all
these papers at this time. John Walton
Lang's “Performance and Right of the
Performing Artist,” which received third
prize, deals with a subject that has
proved controversial in the context of
general copyright revision. The fourth
prize study by Steven L. Sparkman of
Florida State University College of Law,
a perceptive analysis of "Tape Pirates:
The New 'Buck'-aneers$’ discusses a
subject that has received favorable treat-
ment in the United States Senate, and
will soon be considered by the House of
Representatives.

There was a tie for fifth prize between
‘Protection for the Artist: The Alter-
natives” by Sara Jane Boyers of the
University of Southern California Law
Center and the analysis that Yale's Frank
R. Curtis made of "Protecting Authors in
Copyright Transfers: A Study of Section
203 of the Copyright Revision Biil.

"l fully agree with the distinguished
judges who commended these students
for ‘purposeful endeavor and creative
action’.,” ASCAP president Stanley
Adams said, "but this book is even more
than that. It is an important contribution
to understanding the economic realities
of the creative arts, and it deserves
serious attention.

50% of its costs, Dance and theater com-
panies do only slightly better.

So far, he added the arts have scraped
by with aid from government business,
foundations, and the public providing a
total of just over $1 billion inaid in 1973.

‘Before congratulating ourselves,” he
said, "let us reflect that $1 billion
represents less than one tenth of one
percent of our gross national product.
Moreover — and this is the key fact -
financial support for the arts is not
growing as the gap between what they
spend and what they receive.

As a final step in trying to close the
gap. Sarnoff called for wise allocations
and prudent use of exciting support for
the arts.

"It is doubtful wisdom to scatter limited
funds broadside so that a little goes
everywhere,” he said. "Since we will
always have to make choices, let the
historically important organizations and
the most promising new innovated enter-
prises have first claim on available
resources. It would seem better to help
these grow and serve wider audiences
then to maintain them just above the
poverty level.

“Arts organizations, in turn, have a
responsibility to operate on a business
like fashion. The word “businesslike”
may grate on many ears but arts
organizations are no more immune to
problems of management then a com-
mercial enterprise or a government
agency.’

‘Ultimately. “Sarnoff said, “Govern-

ment aid must rise to a level reflecting
the importance of the arts to America.’

As illustrations there are
two perfectly astonishing
tracks on Starting Over. “I

HOLLYWOOD — As soon as the band
stepped out on stage and the swirling,
pounding sound of “Born To Be Wild"”
poured through the enthusiastic
audience at UCLA's Pauley Pavilion,
everyone knew that Steppenwolf was
back. After an incredible career, in-
cluding numerous gold records and
world wide concert success, the band
had broken up and gone their separate
ways. But with a new album release, en-
titled “Slow Flux” on Mums Records,
John Kay and company were acting like
they had never left.

Their set included generous doses of
the past hits — “The Monster,” “Magic
Carpet Ride,” "The Pusher” and ‘'Hey
Lawdy Mama” — and equally generous
portions from the new album. Much of
their political material, as Kay was quick
to point out, has stayed remarkably
topical in the intervening years because
of Watergate. But topical or not, the
nearly patented Steppenwolf sound was
much in evidence.

High points of the set included "I'm
Moving On"” which Kay had recorded on
one of his solo outings and which was
particularly powerful in its Steppenwolf
arrangement, and "‘Straight Shootin’
Woman,” the band's single from “Slow
Flux.” Present day Steppenwolf includes
originals Kay, Goldy McJohn and Jerry
Edmonton, and newcomers George
Biondo and Bobby Cochran. Their stage
act is particularly enhanced by the
unique amplification system they employ
which keeps all unsightly amps and wires
out of the spotlight and allows Kay to
prance about undistracted.

Dalton & Dubarri played the set im-
mediately before Steppenwolf and
warmed up the audience with a series of
tunes from their new Columbia album
called "Good Head.”

FELT FORUM, NYC — Daryl Hall and
John Qates have changed a great deal

The LP
produced by Arif Mardin marked the
group as a soulful duo who gave their
special taste of funk an electronic
flavoring. This LP, and "She's Gone"” in
particular, was a unique outing for the
talented duo who mix sharp and tren-
chant lyrics with superb blending har-
monies cushioned by mellow syn-
thesizers.

Santana

Tower Of Power
ACADEMY OF MUSIC, N.Y. — It never
fails. Just ask a New York audience for a
minute of silence and you'll end up with
the most boisterous response of the
evening. Such was the greeting
bestowed upon Carlos Santana when he
requested a minute of silent meditation
preceding the group’'s appearance on
Oct. 12.

Being generally regarded as the pur-
veyor of Latin-rock in the '60s, the music
of Santana was a wholly influential
source of inspiration to the music scene
at the time. An unfortunate series of in-
cidents a couple of years ago including
drug and managerial problems zapped
the group of their creative juices, but a
spiritual awakening on the part of Carlos
Santana has resulted in a recent flurry of
recording activity and a reformation of a
touring group which includes three
original members.

The new 8-man lineup parallels the
earlier group in that much of their
material has been culled from the first
three albums ("Soul Sacrifice,” "Oye
Como Va,” and “Black Magic Woman"),
but the arrangements have been spiced
up to include synthesizer, and the flute
and saxophone of Jules Broussard, while
the role of the guitar has in turn been
de-emphasized. The newer material
presented by the Columbia group re-
tlected Carlos Santana's inclinations
toward a jazzier sound with results which
were most encouraging. The im-
provisations, thrust by a trio of percus-
sionists, explored dissonant themes and
provided ample opportunity for solos,
yet an overriding sense of control per-
meated the music not heard since the
very early days of the group.

Opening the show was Tower Of
Power, whose five-man horn section
colors and bolsters the driving sound
behind buttery voiced lead singer Lenny
Williams. They played a short but precise
set highlighted by their latest Warner's
single, “Don’'t Change Horses,” but ap-
peared inhibited by the concert hall am-
bience of the Academy. b.t.

Weather Report

AVERY FISHER HALL, N.Y. — Weather
Report's music is a cosmic theatre of the
mind. The notes, like actors in a drama,
contest and confirm each other. In
isolation, each note, each measure, and
each composition, in fact, appears
remotely detached, as if suspended in
mid-air. Yet, the sensitive organization of
the musicians, based as it is upon an un-
canny understanding of each player’s
ability and emotional affectability, ener-
gizes the music and anchors the pieces
to a supportative stage of signification.
Each note, each composition, however,
like the many acts of a play, can only be
understood after the curtain has dropped
andthe end has been revealed.

The Columbia group’'s music was
based upon a strong and vibrant wall of
rhythm. Al Johnson on bass, Dom Um
Romao on percussion instruments and
Darryl Brown on drums raised the pulse
of the sound. Weather Report's opening
numbers, "Nubean Sundance,” and
“"Milky Way,” were bursts of power, ac-
cented on the first by Wayne Shorter’s
flowing musical tempest on soprano sax,
and on the second by Joe Zawinul's
haunting beli-like symphony of sound on
electric piano. Zawinul sees the sen-
suous backing as the link connecting the
audience and the group. The listeners’
impassioned response to those com-
positions and the funkier “125th St.
Congress” and “Boogie Woogie Waltz”
was proof that the jazz-rock fusion is cor-
rectly structured upon a recognition of
percussion and rhythm as the foundation
of music. s.m.

Temptations
Staple Singers

URIS THEATRE, N.Y. — Rock and roll
and the Broadway stage sounded like an
interesting combination when the idea
was formulated about two years ago. The
Temptations and the Staple Singers,
who opened a six-day stand here on Oct.
8, raised some questions as to the
feasibility of such a combination and the
results were dubious at best.

For starters, the Uris sound system
proved incapable of handling the or-
chestrated sound of the groups, and at
times distorted the sound so badly that
the lyrics could have been sung in
Esperanto for all the clarity that was af-
forded them. Furthermore, at $12.50 a
ticket, a group is limiting its audience
and when they respond with a meager 50
minute set, they are beginning to stretch
their credibility.

Needless to say, the 50 minutes saw
the group work out a smooth, well-oiled
set which included over twenty numbers
— most of them culled from their reser-
voir of great hits including "My Girl,
“Cloud Nine,” "Get Ready,” and "Papa
Was A Rolling Stone.” Witty dialogue,
split second timing, and razor sharp
choreography from the Motown group
provides an appealing visual aspect
while the traditional Temptation vocal
harmonies are ever present even if only
two original members remain. Still, an air
of predictability prevailed while the
group gave the audience everything
they could have asked for while offering
nothing more.

The Staple Singers, who opened the
show, served up a compelling blend of
songs which ranged from their own Stax
hit singles ("Come Go With Me,’
‘Respect Yourself’) to adaptations of
songs like "Feel Like Making Love,” and
‘I Honestly Love You.” Mavis Staples
has emerged as a major taient over the
last couple of years and would have
probably turned in a superior per-
formance if the group was not pitted
against a faulty amplification system.

Mountain

RADIO CITY MUSIC HALL, N.Y. — The
arrival of Mountain on the rock scene in
1969 came about at a particularly oppor-
tune time for the group. With memories
of Cream still vivid in the minds of many,
the group was considered the brightest
hope to fill the void created by the
demise of the trio. Though Mountain has
never lived up to the expectations of
many due to a somewhat erratic string of
recordings (seven live sides on three
consecutive albums not including the
live West, Bruce, and Laing LP) and
several personnel changes, Corky Laing,
Felix Pappalardi, and Leslie West ap-
peared confident at Radio City on Oct. 3
and seem poised to make up for lost
time.

With a filmed backdrop of an active
volcano and a curtain of dry ice smoke,
the group rose from the depths of the or-
chestra pit and erupted with a frenzied
version of "Whole Lotta Shakin' Going
On” from their recent "Avalanche”
album. Other numbers from the album
inciuded "Thumbsucker,” “Back Where |
Belong,” and “Satisfaction” but it was the
older material which managed to
detonate the audience into a state of
near hysteria as the windfall group ram-
paged their way through “Mississippi
Queen,” "Theme From An Imaginary
Western,” and “Nantucket Sleighride.
The latter, a twenty minute showcase for
Leslie West, wore a bit thin, but he left no
doubt as to his expertise which grows
sharper with each successive visit to the
City. b.t.
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Keith Moon: There’s A Moon Out Tonight

Getting Keith Moon to sit still long enough for an interview is a bit like attempting to
codger a hurricane into standing still for a photo session. Similar to the dynamo he is
behind the drums of the Who, he's a man of constant motion when not playing.
Projects are his pet passion, be it a film, a party ({0 which he usually adds a large touch
of zestful insanity) or a studio session. The only times he remains motionless is when
he's riding between activities in hislimo, and when he’s sleeping.

Currently, he's deeply involved with the production and recording of his first full-
fledged endeavor outside of his Who career, his first solo album, “Like A Rat Up A
Pipe.”

"My life is music, so it's only natural that if | have some spare time, that I'd be doing
what | like best,” says Moon. And the time was right. Daltrey is finishing off the taping
for Ken Russell's film version of “Tommy,” John Entwhistle is working on his fourth
solo album and Pete Townshend is locked behind studio doors in England, writing
material for the next Who LP. So in September, Moon and former Beatle road
manager Mal Evans booked time at LA’'s Record Plant with the idea of doing Keith's
first solo.

The initial result, an update of the Beach Boy classic “"Don’t Worry, Baby" achieved

| encouraging response, so an album was then seriously considered. Moon does the

multi-tracked, somewhat wavering, lead vocal giving it credence as a novelty disc, but
since the initial sessions, he's gotten closer to discovering his voice.

“The new stuff is better. It's more representative of the way | sing. now. After ten
years of not singing, it's just a question of finding my voice. | know it's there, it's just a
question of what songs suit me best.”

The process Moon and Evans are working with is to record fifteen or sixteen tunes,
then run through them, picking out the best. And the selection is as varied as grains of
sand on the beach. There's Rick Nelson’s "Teenage Idol,” the Who classic " The Kids

Are Alright,” Jimmy Webb’s "Motorcycle Queen,” The Knickerbocker’s “Lies,” John

Lennon donated a newie, as did Fanny’'s Nickey Barclay with her optimistic “Solid
Gold.” Twelve tracks are done, it's down to a matter of finishing them off and
knocking out four or five more and then comes the final eliminations.

The backing Moon is getting it's reminiscent of the old super-session days, but it’s
more indicative of the flurry of crossover involvements going on within the industry
today. Members of Fanny, Flo & Eddie, John Sebastion, and Harry Nilsson are doing
backing vocals, Ringo’s playing a bit of drums, as is Jim Keltner; Dick Dale, Jesse Ed
Davis and Danny Kootch are adding guitars the guys from Spirit are helping out, the
Stone Canyon Band’s been involved, Bobby Keyes is throwing in a little horn here and
there, "whatever's best for a track, atrack at atime,” says Moon.

Although he's been involved in ten years worth of Who albums the situation on this
one is different. “There's been more responsibility laid on me with this one, because
it's my name what’'s gonna be on the front. And | realize that unless | believe it's the
best | can do, the best arranging, the best performances, as it is my first, it's just very
important to me.”

And to paraphrase a tune from Whos Next, he's taking his time, getting in tune.
Whether it works, he freely admits, is a matter of opinion. Being mid-way through
such a project, he's in no position to comment on it's validity. Yet.

But the first consideration in Moon’s mind is the Who. Like Townshend's only solo
album indicated, the Who came first and it still does. Next year the band will move
into the studio to do the new album, a six-week tour of the US is tentatively planned
and whenever there's time, Moon will star, with Oliver Reed, in a film titled “Two
Clowns.”

It's all down to Moon's working philosophy, though, when you get into what's he's
about. He breaks into his broadest smile as he reveals his secret formula, “I try to

combine as little business with as much pleasure as possible.’ ]

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Fleetwood Mac: You Can’t Keep A Good Band Down

If for nothing else but their stubborn perseverance, you've got to give Fleetwood
Mac a lot of credit. Surviving the systematic departures of all three of their lead
guitarists and weathering the devices of a sharp, unscrupulous manager, the Mac are
back and they're out to make up for a year clouded with legal hassles.

It was from out of groups like the Bo Street Runners and the Cheynes in the early
60's that drummer Mick Fleetwood and guitarist Peter Green first met and cemented a
friendship that would see the two of them team up with bassist John McVie (one of
John Mayall’s original Bluesbreakers) and guitarist Jeremy Spencer for their debut at
the 7th National Jazz and Blues Festival in 1967 as “Peter Green'’s Fleetwood Mac.” A
recording contract ensued, with their first album reaching the number one position
on the British charts. Singles like “Black Magic Woman," "Need Your Love So Bad,
and "Albatross” similarly scored well on the charts before a third lead guitarist, Danny
Kirwan, was added to the lineup. The group then went on to become one of Europe’s
premiere attractions until they suffered their first jolt in May 1970, when Peter Green
announced his retirement from the music business.

Since then, the last couple of years for Fleetwood Mac have been turbulent ones
marked by a constant flow of personne! outside of a stable nucleus of Mick Fleetwood,
John and Christine McVie, and Bob Welch. Currently, the group is recovering from a
string of incidents perpetrated against them by their former manager. Clifford Davis,
which was climaxed last year when he inserted a hastily assembled quintet on a
previously scheduled Fleetwood Mac tour of the U.S. under the guise of the original
band.

"We were having problems with our guitarist and | was having marital problems at
the time so we all decided that the best thing for us would be to take some time off to
sort things out,” Mick Fleetwood explains.

“We told Davis that we'd have to reschedule the tour,” Bob Welch adds. "We told
him that we’'d be back on the road in a short time after it was all cleared up. He gave us
five days. Then he sent us all letters which said that he owned the name “Fleetwood
Mac” and that he would decide who was to be in the group. In effect, he was firing us
when we paid his salary. The man truly is evil in the most ‘Nixonian’ kind of way.”

“You usually have a manager to protect you from such things,” Fleetwood adds
cynically. "We had to turn to a lawyer. Davis didn't think that we would bother to fight
it, but we did and he's been slapped with a restraining order to prevent him from using
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Fleetwood Mac
our name. It was obvious to the judge that we were Davis’ lemon and he was trying to
squeeze us for all we were worth. He'd act like he was necessary to us all along, when
in fact, he was like King Midas in reverse — everything he touched turned to s---."

“He was the only manager |'ve ever met who didn't even have a record or a tape
deck in his office,” sayg Welch. “One day | asked him why he didn't get one, and he
claimed that music was too distracting. Then he pulled out a new adding machine and
said, ‘Now that's music to my ears.' That should give you some idea of what we had to
deal with. He was just living on the 15% he was making off us without having to do a
damned thing but sign some papers. He couldn't give a damn about the music. in fact,
one of his favorite pasttimes was to try to downgrade us by playing us off his other
acts, none of which are still intact.”

The legal process was stretched out for almost twelve months, but the group has
now completely severed all relations with Davis and has been permitted to return to
the U.S. under their original name. They admit that a certain amount of damage was
inevitable since the imposters provoked Fleetwood fans last October, but find that
audiences are generally aware of the band’s plight and have lent sympathetic sup-
port.

A new Reprise album, “Heroes Are Hard To Find," heralds the group’s return and
seems to have rekindled the spark of old in recent concert appearances. After the
currrent tour which winds up in December, the group is looking forward to relocating
inthe U.S., as a stiff 83% U.K. tax has begun to take its toll. "I'd have no qualms about
packing up and moving here for good,” Mick Fleetwood says without hesitation. "A
band can work for years in England without earning a cent before they suddenly hit it
very big. And if they do, it may only last for nine months, but they'll get taxed as if they
were millionaires and never get to spend a cent of the money they've earned. Since
most people in the rock business are entrepreneurs, it means financial disaster to
them. That's why people like the Stones, Elton John, Mott the Hoople, and ELP have
already left.”

Since working almost exclusively in the U.S. for the past three years. Fleetwood
claims that the experience would be a positive one. "It's already helped to pull the
band together. If you're based in this country you can go on the road for five weeks
and go home for a rest. You'd have to tour for at least two months to just break even if
you're going to transport your equipment across the Atlantic.

As for the business end, the group claims that they've learned their lesson —they'll
manage themselves.

Lately Demento's been seen in
Vogue's "'People Are Talking About’
section, and People magazine. A recent
TV appearance on the NBC Tomorrow
Show brought the highest ratings ever
(93% of the available audience) along
with an invitation to return.

Gordon/Casady president Larry Gor-
don, like Tom Gamache, who works
closely with Gordon on nationalizing
Demento. began as radio talent
Gamache was billed as "the first FM
deejay in the world to play progressive
rock.” Tom started in Boston on
WTBS-FM, M.1.T. s station, in 1966.

Soft Attendance
Detrimental To LA

Country Jubilee

DEVONSHIRE DOWNS,
NORTHRIDGE, CA. — The California
Country Western Jubliee, held here Oct.
11-13, headlined some top country
music acts in a fair-like atmosphere, but
disappointing attendance dimmed the
lustre.

Jerry Lee Lewis was the headline at-
traction Friday evening, Waylon Jen-
nings Saturday evening and Marilyn Sel-
lars and Carl Smith Sunday evening.
Supporting acts performing nightly in-
cluded Dorsey Burnette, Red Simpson
and Jerry Naylor.

The stage for the entertainment was
situated at one end of the football
stadium and the audience had its choice
of grass or bleachers for seating, unless
they provided their own chairs.

Qutside, a double row of arts and crafts
booths, hawking leather goods, jewelry
and custom painted clothing, appeared
to be doing virtually no business. On
Saturday evening. it appeared that the
games of chance had all shut down and
although carnival rides had been adver-
tised, none were seen operating. The
patrons, numbering perhaps 1,000 early
in the evening, were either watching the
entertainment or throwing frisbees
around the football field.

It appeared that everything had been
provided for a gala country bash except
for one thing: sufficient attendance to
make it a success.

The recent ap-
pointment of former hot country in-
dependent producer Larry Butler to the
post of creative director, country
product, plus the broadening of the of-
fice to accommodate the talents of Jack
Mesler and Lynn Shults has opened the
door to increased success at UA's Nash-
ville facility; the results are already being
felt in the country market, with rever-
berations reaching the pop field as well.

Al Teller, president of United Artists
Records. comments that “United Artists
has an ongoing total commitment to
country music. | believe it is one of the
most vital areas musically — and UA in-
tends to be a major part of its continued
growth ”

Things happening at UA Nashville in-
clude Sunday Sharpe's new single. "I'm
Having Your Baby,” her country-cover
version of Paul Anka's pop chart-topper
The disc, produced by Butler, is
streaking up the country charts.

Equally hot. though a little newer on
the scene is Billie Jo Spears, whose new
disc is Bobby Goldsboro’'s early smash
"See The Funny Little Clown.” Newly
signed country-rock group Calico is out
with their first UA single "Come On
Down To Texas.” A Texas-based band
from the Austin area (right now one of
the centers of country-pop music in the
country), Calico promises to break new
pop ground for UA's Nashville folks.

No mention of country music would be
complete without a discussion of the
contribution of country swing inventor
Bob Wills. United Artists’ “For The Last
Time  commemorated Wills’
achievement by setting down on wax a
get-together of Wills and his sidemen,
the Texas Playboys. During the record-
ing of the album, Wills lapsed into a coma

— he is still critically ill. The album was
recently accepted into the Library of
Congress as an historical document.

Country star Del Reeves remains a hot
attraction, as his UA catalogue of albums
(including his “Live At The Palomino”
set) continues to keep him on top of the
country heap. UA has just released a
“Very Best of Del Reeves” package.

Jean Shepard continues to be a major
country attraction with her string of
country charted singles that range from
her “Slippin” Away" to her recently char-
ted “1'll Do Anything It Takes.” An album
of the same name has recently been
released.

Charlie Louvin's new album is "It
Almost Felt Like Love.” Slim Whitman,
who is an internationally recognized
country star, is receiving strong reaction
in Britain (where he is currently touring)
with his UA single “"Happy Anniversary.’

Such country luminaries as Jack Reno,
Crystal Gayle and Bobby Harden also
call UA country home.

The Colorado-based group is out with a
new live album, "Stars and Stripes
Forever” and is getting heavy country (as
well as pop) airplay with their rendition of
Johnny Horton's "'Battle of New
Orleans.

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Charley Pride: Making N.Y.
A Cotton Picking Delta Town

NEW YORK — He has released 22
albums since 1965 with an even dozen of
them turning gold. sold more albums for
RCA than anyone since Elvis, has had
more hit singles than he can remember,
and has captured top honors in
numerous country polls, yet Charley
Pride still speaks with regret over having
turned down a career as a major league
baseball player.

"l actually played for the Negro
American League with the Detroit and
Memphis teams and | once had a three
week tryout with the California Angels
before | hurt my elbow,” he says while
catching sidelong glances at the
television screen where the Orioles and
the A's are battling it out in the playoff
games.

It was 1963 when veteran country
singer Red Sovine saw Pride perform in
a Montana honky tonk and convinced
him to forget about baseball in favor of a
professional singing career. | never
even thought about being a country
singer at the time.” he says in a slow
velvet drawl. "I guess I'm just a baseball
player who happened to be a better
singer just like there must be singers
who would be better baseball players.”
Pride followed Sovine’s friendly advice
and went to Nashville where a recording
session was arranged for him. When
Chet Atkins heard the results of the ses-
sion, he was immediately impressed and
had him signed to RCA where a single.
“Snakes Crawl At Night,” was recorded
and released in 1965. By 1966, he had
already earned a Grammy nomination for
his recording of “Just Between You And
Me" for the Best Country and Western
Male Vocal Performance.

Pride hasn't made a New York concert
appearance since 1968 and is quick to
point out that it is not the purpose of his
visit to the city. He has a new album in

the shops. “Pride Of America.” which in-
cludes his big hit single, "Mississippi
Cotton Picking Delta Town.” Pride is the
goodwill ambassador of country music
and he's out to “educate those sup-
posedly sophisticated folk who go out to
the Metropolitan Opera with their
bracelets dangling., and teach them a
thing about country.”

“"When most people in the east hear
country, they think of hillbillies with
holes in their shoes and straw in their
mouths,” he says. "We gotta bring New
York up to par with the rest of the coun-
try. That's what me, Merle, and Johnny
are trying to do and that's why I'm here
now. To try to reach people and set
things straight.’

Pride claims that he won't do any con-
certs in New York until New York begins
to show more of an appreciation toward
country music and country artists. He
cites the work done by New York radio
station WHN who switched to a country
format last year, but maintains that there
is still a lot of work to be done. "It has to
be done through radio. TV, and clubs to
encourage people to listen.’

While in town, Pride will visit WHN and
tape two shows for the PBS-TV "Feelin’
Good ' series hosted by Bill Cosby which
will be aired in Dec. In addition to that,
Pride will be the subject of ABC-TV's
“American's All" series which will be
seen on Nov. 3 following the Sunday
Night Movie. Future plans also include a
tour of Japan and a return to England
where his status as a major entertainer
has remained intact for ten years, but
right now he has a vested interest in the
outcome of the playoffs. "If Oakland
wins. he smiles, "I fly out to California to
sing the national anthem for the opening
game of the World Series.”

Some
have even gone as far as starting to ac-
tively promote and prepare for the next
Sega tournament so that their location
representative may covet the honor of
being the next All Japan Champion.
