But, amazing industry 
growth, including the birth of the mobile 8 -track and cassette configurations, 
has given the business a true non -seasonal, continual burst of creative energy. 

Yet, the weeks ahead do provide the best available space of time to reflect 
on where we've been, where we are and where we might be in the months 
ahead.

Are you - with full 
awareness of the vagaries of the industry - attempting to build or shoot for 
the one-shot success? Can you think of more imaginative ways in which to 
carry the message of your company to your industry and the consumer? Might 
you take some moments to make a study of who's the fellow out there who's 
buying your music, arriving at some conclusions as to what he may be seeking 
in terms of musical enjoyment in the immediate future? 

There is precious little time in the daily grind of meeting the needs of an 
ever -active industry for a period of reflection. Most of it is passing by right 
now. You have every right to enjoy the Holiday season, but the time's also 
here for some good, hard thinking.

Three Dog, ABC 
Re-sign New Pact 
LOS ANGELES - Jay Lasker, president 
of ABC Records, has announced the re- 
signing of Three Dog Night to a long- 
term, worldwide recording contract with 
the label. The group, currently on the na- 
tional singles charts with "Play 
Something Sweet," their version of Allen 
Toussaint's "Brickyard Blues," released 
their first greatest hits album, "Joy To 
The World," last week. The LP, their 
twelfth, shipped gold, making it also their 
twelfth gold album. 

Since 1968, when their first album, 
"Three Dog Night," was released, Three 
Dog Night have also had nine gold 
singles - among them such hits as "Easy 
To Be Hard," "Celebrate," "Mama Told 
Me Not To Come" and "Shambala" - 
and their last 18 singles have all reached 
the Top 20. 

"Three Dog Night's ability to search 
out and find fine songwriters has made 
them one of the most valuable acts in our 
company," commented Lasker. "We are 
indeed pleased to have them continue 
on ABC and look forward to even more 
success with them in the years to come." 

RCA Claims Top 
Running Time 
On Joselson LP 
NEW YORK - RCA Records claims the 
longest -running LP record of all-time. It's 
a 69 -minute, 37 -second performance of 
Tchaikovsky's Piano Concert No. 1 and 
Prokofieff's Piano Concerto Number 2 by 
Tedd Joselson, who is making his debut 
on the label. The disk bests RCA's pre- 
vious champ, the Arturo Toscanini -NBC 
Symphony performance of Beethoven's 
9th Symphony on Victrola, a 64 -minute, 
58 -second affair. 

According to Larry Schnapf, RCA's 
manager of recording operations, it's 
technically possible to get 36 -minutes of 
information on one side of an LP. That 
maximum is just about reached on one 
side of the Joselson disk, with 35 - 
minutes, 19 -seconds of playing time on 
the Tchaikovsky piece.

Gavin's 8th National Confab: 
Regan Is Record Exec Of Yr; 
Houston's KILT Wins 4 Awds. 
KANSAS CITY - Amidst an air of en- 
thusiasm, the annual Bill Gavin Radio 
Program Conference resumed after a 

year's hiatus with the largest attendance 
of radio and record industry personnel in 
its history at the plush Crown Central 
Hotel Nov. 30 -Dec. 2. 

The eighth Gavin convention attracted 
over 200 radio executives from around 
the country and drew another 300 plus 
representatives from the recording in- 
dustry. The meeting, geared to people in 
radio for the purposes of exchanging 
ideas and becoming involved with one 
another in a variety of professional 
capacities was capped with the tradi- 
tional awards banquet presided over by 
Gavin and his wife, Janet. 

Among the awards given was that of 
Record Executive of the Year which 
went to Russ Regan, president of 20th 
Century Records. Another item of 
significance was the impressive showing 
of Houston radio station KILT which was 
honored as the *1 Top 40 Radio station 
in the U.S. This reward went with three 
others garnered by station executives 
Dickie Rosenfeld, Station Manager of 
the Year, Bill Young, Program Director 
and Barry Kaye, who was voted #1 Top 
40 Disk Jockey of the Year.

Spring/Event: 'Indie Of Old' 
Formulated On Today's Needs 
NEW YORK - Spring/Event Records 
represents in many ways a throwback to 
the more traditional indie label setup, yet 
its thrust is structured for today's more 
sophisticated and complex music in- 
dustry scene. 

The principals in the label, Roy 
Rifkind, Julie Rifkind and Bill Spitalsky, 
refer to themselves as "three recording 
business men with ears," which is how 
indie labels of the past functioned. This 
is a rather rare departure from today's in- 
die setups wherein the creators of music 
in one fashion or another (i.e. artist, 
writer, producer) are today's indie label 
"entrepreneurs." 

The three execs - all of whom share 
decision making - feel that they operate 
within the context of the 70's in that they 
eschew the approach of the "day to day" 
search for hits. "We are act builders, and 
that's our prime motivation," says Roy 
Rifkind, who functions as administrative 
head of the company, while his brother, 
Julie, and Spitalsky handle sales and 
promo, respectively. An added feature of 
the operation, Rifkind notes, is that 
Spring/Event also has involvement in 
direction and management. 

A black -oriented company that reflects 
the three execs' long background in the 
soul area, the company currently has 11 

acts on its roster, led, at the moment, by 
the RIAA-certified gold sales of Millie 
Jackson's LP, "Caught Up." The success 
of this album points up "the viability of 
the black market for album product. 
since its sales are basically coming from 
the black consumer," Roy Rifkind ex- 
plains. Sales are at the 400,000 mark.

Recording Academy 
Grammy Mailings 
HOLLYWOOD - Ballots and pre - 
nominations lists numbering more than 
4.000 entries for this year's Grammy 
Awards are being sent this week to all 
paid -up voting members in the seven 
chapters of the Recording Academy 
(NARAS). The votes of the members, 
who are permitted to cast ballots in no 
more than five of the eight specialized 
fields, will determine the finalists in the 
17th annual Grammy Awards competi- 
tion. Additional finalists in the craft 
categories will be selected by commit- 
tees of specialists within each of the 
crafts, located in each of the chapter 
cities. 

Members will have the rest of the 
month to make up their minds about their 
choices. All ballots must be received by 
the accounting firm of Haskins and Sells 
no later than Thurs., Jan. 2. As in all pre- 
vious years, tabulation by the firm will be 
done in complete secrecy. Grammy 
Award finalists will be announced later in 
January, after which a second round of 
voting will determine the winners, many 
of whom will be presented their awards 
on the Academy's annual television 
special, The Grammy Awards Show, 
emanating from New York on Sat. eve- 
ning, Mar. 1, over the entire CBS 
network.

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Continental Rockimport LP's 
Add New Flavor To U.S. Mkt. 
NEW YORK - As a result of the recent 
American suècessesof continental Euro- 
pean rock groups such as Golden Ear- 
ring (Holland), P.F.M. (Italy), Carmen 
(Spain), Tangerine Dream (Germany) 
and Les Variations (France), the import- 
ing of rock LP's has become a big busi- 
ness over the past few years. 

Though Golden Earring in 1965 was 
the first European group to sign an 
American record contract, Focus' arrival 
here in 1972 sparked an interest in Euro- 
pean talent. Since then, the influx of con- 
tinental rock groups has included bands 
like Triumvirate, Kayak, Eloy, Embryo. 
Magma, and Tasavallan Presidentti; all of 
whom earned their first U.S. release 
after having several LPs charted in 
Europe. 

Large Stocks Kept 
Peters International, one of the coun- 

try's leading record importers, has been 
specializing in classicial and progressive 
European music for six years. The com- 
pany maintains a stock of over 500 rock 
titles by groups like Axis, Le Orme and 
Banco, most of which list for $7.98. The 
company has a staff of 15 salesmen 
across the country who market and pro- 
mote import items directly to dealers and 
key FM radio stations rather than 
through a distributor which helps to keep 
prices down. 

Neil Stocker, manager of contem- 
porary A&R for Peters, claims that the 
import cost of one dollar over the regular 
list price of albums is no deterrent to the 
serious collector who would prefer to 
have the superior quality of pressing and 
the original artwork that most European 
albums offer. "The kind of albums that 
we choose to import are geared toward 
the collector or serious listener. We feel 
that people who buy records today are 
more educated and prefer the kind of 
esoteric music that the European groups 
are producing." 

Import Sales Spark Label Interests 
Stocker also points out that the import 

sales of a group or a certain album can 
convince an American label to pick up on 
it. "Triumvirate for example, sold about 
4,700 copies of the first album which was 
only released in Germany. At least half of 
the sales went as imports in this coun- 
try." Capitol Records decided to sign the 
group even before their second album, 
"Illusions On A Double Dimple" was re- 
corded, and helped to finance a suc- 
cessful American tour. Eloy from 
Germany and Finland's Tasavallan 
Presidentti were similarly signed on the 
volume of their LP sales.

"The slightly higher list 
only makes the albums more exotic to 
most," he says. "There is a certain elitism 
among import buyers. Most will buy 
things only because they are obscure or 
because they feel that they have to have 
things that nobody else has, but most 
buyers are intelligent and know exactly 
what they want, which is something 
English or American groups do not of- 
fer."

War, Far Out's other 
paramount group, is not included in the 
present Capitol pact. 

Commenting on the Capitol/Far Out 
pact, Al Coury said: 

"Eric Burdon and Jimmy Witherspoon 
are two super -talented people, and they 
get our new deal with Far Out off to a ter- 
rific start. Far Out is an outstanding 
management and production firm, and 
we expect to have a long, close and 
creative working relationship with Steve 
Gold, Jerry Goldstein and their col- 
leagues.

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Intl Pub Scene Brings 200 
To NMPA's Forum '74 In N.Y. 
NEW YORK - Despite the depressed 
state of the nation's economy, 1975 
could be a year of hope, according to 
Robert Nathan, one of the country's 
leading economists. Nathan was the 
luncheon speaker for FORUM '74, a day- 
long series of talks and panel discussions 
on the state of the international music 
publishing business, at the Plaza Hotel in 
New York on Friday, Nov. 22. 

Among the guests attending the affair 
were Stanley Adams, president of 
ASCAP; Ed Cramer, president of BMI; 
Willis Myers and Sid Guber, vice presi- 
dents respectively of international 
operations and marketing at SESAC; 
John Mills, head of CAPAC, the Cana- 
dian performing rights organization in 
Toronto; and Albert Ciancimino. SESAC 
house counsel; Ervin Drake and Lewis 
Bachman, president and executive 
director respectively of AGAC; Henry 
Brief, exec. director of the Recording In- 
dustry Association of America; represen- 
tatives of the Motion Picture Association 
of America, the National Music council, 
and publishing execs from Atlanta, 
Nashville, Memphis, Toronto and Los 
Angeles, in addition to the New York 
delegation. 

Following a series of speeches by in- 
ternational figures of the publishing 
world, Nathan told more than 200 
publishers, lawyers and music execs at- 
tending the event sponsored by the Na- 
tional Music Publishers Association, of 
his hopes for 1975, that the government 
may establish selective controls to bring 
inflationary trends under control. He also 
offered the view that in a period of re- 

Sherman's `Fall' 
Score: Off The 
Beaten Path 
NEW YORK -Garry Sherman, the com- 
poser of the score for Gilbert Cates' 
television production of Arthur Miller's 
play "After the Fall" (TV premiere this 
week (10) on NBC), described his work 
as "one of the most complex challenges 
of my career." 

Sherman, twice nominated for Pulitzer 
Prizes, film composer ("The Heartbreak 
Kid," "Midnight Cowboy" and "Alice's 
Restaurant"), orchestrator and music 
supervisor for the Broadway musical 
"Purlie," and record producer/arranger 
(Dusty Springfield, Bobby Goldsboro, 
Van Morrison, Bobby Vinton, Herbie 
Mann, Neil Sedaka), noted that "as an 
artist I am always looking for new 
dimensions for my work, and the unique 
demands of Miller's play certainly pro- 
vided that. 

"The structure of 'After the Fall' was 
such that it allowed me to become a part 
of the play. It led to the development of 
fascinating techniques - things I'll 
probably never do again." 

Sherman explained that "After the 
Fall" cried out for a nonconventional 
score - one that had to be abstract. 
Instead of using melody and harmony for 
his basic ingredients. Sherman opted for 
texture, density, and tessitura (the high 
and low registration of different instru- 
ment character sounds). The result was a 
non -electric kind of music which con- 
tains an air of electronicism. 

The composer had film on the play for 
a month and "I spent this time thinking of 
how I could develop music which would 
be a natural extension of the play rather 
than an addition to it." Sherman com- 
posed the score in one week and ac- 
complished the actual recording in a five 
hour session. 

cession, the music industry may prosper 
because of what he saw as a tendency 
for people to find ways to escape, into 
music and recordings for example, dur- 
ing troubled times. 

Opening the discussions in a keynote 
address, NMPA's president, Sal Chian - 
tia, who is also president of MCA Music, 
traced the development of overseas 
"consciousness" in the music industry, to 
the present day point of total commit- 
ment to the international scene in the 
music publishing world. 

Euro Expansion 
In the opening address, following 

Chiantia's remarks, Michael Freegard. 
general manager of the Performing 
Rights Society (PRS) of Great Britain. 
outlined the continuing expansion of 
Europe's music market, dgspite such 
hindrances to development as the non - 
homogeneous cultures in Europe, lin- 
guistic barriers and the absence of com- 
peting licensing organizations in the 
various countries there. 

Some of these barriers are now break- 
ing down, he asserted, a fact which he 
sees as being partly due to the 
emergence of the Common Market in 
Europe. It is now possible, for example, 
for a national of one country to assign his 
rights to a licensing agency in a different 
country than his own, or to assign dif- 
ferent rights to different agencies. 

Stephen M. Stewart, director general 
of the International Federation of the 
Phonographic Industry, then explored 
the current state of the industry, con- 
cluding that while the international 
market will continue to grow, the rights 
of copyright owners, built up over the 
last century, are now threatened at 
various different levels. 

These rights are endangered, he said, 
by lobbies of users, such as juke box and 
broadcast interests; the developing 
trend toward more anti-trust legislation 
against an industry that by its very nature 
is a monopoly; the erosive effect of the 
need of developing countries for music 
and their lack of sufficient foreign ex- 
change credits to pay for it; and, also, to 
the increasing consumerism of "getting 
something for nothing" as it relates to 
copyright protection. 

M. George Meyerstein-Maigret, presi- 
dent of Polygram Music Publishing 
Worldwide, discussing tax matters, point- 
ed to the variety of tax structures within

ShelterVision is utilizing a sophisticat- 
ed teleproduction facility which includes 
a remote video recording truck with four 
channel video tape recorder and a 
second satellite remote audio recording 
vehicle with a complete sixteen channel 
audio recording and mixing console. 

ShelterVision's ultimate objective is to 
produce six one hour video discs to be 
released in approximately one year. 
Video discs use a lazer beam recording 
principle that eliminates the need for a 
needle to track the grrove, thus yielding 
a playback medium that won't wear out.

Johnny Bristol - Hangin' On In Style 

Johnny Bristol, who knows the ins and outs of the music business as well as 
anybody who has written, produced and performed is a total artist with a very natural 
ability to communicate with his audience and fill their ears with the relaxing ease of a 
free -flowing and simplistic musical art form. He has been on all sides from the writers 
end and the production end with an impressive roster including Diana Ross And The 
Supremes, Smokey Robinson And The Miracles, David Ruffin, Stevie Wonder, Marvin 
Gaye And Tammi Terrell, Junior Walker, O.C. Smith, Jerry Butler, Edwin Starr, Gladys 
Knight And The Pips, Tavares, Buddy Miles, Boz Scaggs, Al Wilson, and Johnny 
Mathis. He is a man who is true to his art form and who offers both his peers and fans a 
genuine sincerity which marks his music with a special flair and gives his songs and 
production techniques a genuine feel. 

Asking Bristol if he lost objectivity in producing himself he responded, "I am twice 
as critical of myself. "I'm very critical of my work. Each song I do is good because I 

basically know what I want. I'm a very spontaneous and creative person." And so it is 
true because with his list of production and writing credits we know exactly what kind 
of creative giant Johnny Bristol really is. 

Johnny started with Motown and was originally signed as a singer. With his buddy at 
the time, Jackey Beavers, he formed a singing duo called Johnny and Jackey, audi- 
tioned for Gwen Gordy and was promptly signed to her Tri -Phi label. Subsequently. 
he was asked to work with Motown's artist development office, by Gwen's brother, 
Berry. This is where the fateful meeting with Harvey Fuqua took place. They signed a 
co -producers contract with Motown in 1964, and the hits started instantly. 

The partnership started with The Spinners and during its six year existence came to 
embrace every name that gave Motown fame. racing with another fantastically suc- 
cessful merger Holland/Dozier/Holland. 

Included in Bristol's successes were Edwin Starr's "Twenty Five Miles," Stevie 
Wonder's "Yester-Me, Yester-You Yesterday," Marvin and Tammi's "Ain't No Moun- 
tain High Enough." David Ruffin's "My Whole World Ended," just about everything for 
Junior Walker and the All Stars, including "How Sweet It Is." which earned the Bristol - 

Fuqua collaboration its first of many gold million -sellers. Meanwhile Johnny's own 
career as a producer was suppressed for the time being because as he put it "The 
time just was not right for me to emerge as a singer." 

A lot of his friends kept prodding him to become a singer but he felt that he was 
making too much bread and accomplishing too many successes to stop. So, rather 
then renew his contract with Motown as it came due in 1973. he signed a production 
deal with Columbia Records. 

He produced O.C. Smith's "La La Peace Song" for Columbia and also produced the 
cover by Al Wilson for Rocky Road Records. This was an interesting turn of events 
because he was producing against himself so to speak. This however did not bother 
Johnny because he said "I love to create. It's like raising a child." He has also worked 
with Buddy Miles, was allowed to produce Jerry Butler's "Power Of Love" album for 
Mercury, entered production involvements with Al Wilson, Chi Coltrane, Johnny 
Mathis and the Jackson Sisters, among others, and in all of this produced all the cuts 
that would come together as his MGM debut album, "Hang On In There Baby." 

And for a debut album there are an exceptional amount of singles on the record and 
the production is flawless. Johnny is the true professional that all of his diversified in- 
dustry experience has made him. He is a natural performer with a precise natural flair 
to his music. In reference to the phenomenal success that he has enjoyed from "Hang 
On In There Baby" he said "The single is a monster. I never had a record that generat- 
ed that much excitement." And the free feeling the record is able to transmit is what 
Johnny's music is all about. He said about his musicians performing in the studio 
"There is a spontaneous feeling from the musicians if you let them be free." 

And when Johnny goes out on tour which will be sometime this winter he will take 
nine studio men with him to recreate the great sounds of his records. He wants to give 
the audience their money's worth and be as true to his music as possible. 

His new single is "You And I" and it has that same natural feel as"Hang On In There 
Baby" with an added flair. The production is of course flawless and what we've come 
to expect from Johnny is the very best because this is what he is capable of giving.

was lucky to a large extent." The Canadian -born singer shakes his head in disbelief. 
"We arranged the sessions for a Friday night and it was raining and miserable. I didn't 
know the musicians, and it was a gamble. We knew everything was on the line. but the 
music gelled and magic was in the air." 

What resulted was a huge hit. "So Capitol called me up and said they needed the 
album soon, and there I was trying in two weeks to get the musicians together and the 
music, which I hadn't written all of yet, and produce an album that would be ready on 
time." He laughs good naturedly. "Since then I've been running. I told my brother Joe 
the other day 'Success has taken too much of my time." 

Part of Andy's success story involves the second album which he is in the midst of 
making. Like his Capitol debut he will write all the songs and produce the sessions. 
The problem with being a triple threat, as Andy quite willingly admits, is trying to 
maintain a sense of objectivity. "If I can make Andy Kim the artist, Andy Kim the pro- 
ducer and Andy Kim the songwriter work together, like the fingers on a hand, it can 
be very good. I feel things in my back, which may sound weird," he shrugs and smiles. 
"I found out that your spine is somehow connected with sounds and I believe it 
because when I write if I feel a tightness in my back I know something is wrong. Then 
I go back and check things out until I locate the problem. It may not be right for 
everybody, but it works for me." 

The new LP, which Andy plans for a March or April release, is being recorded now 
so that he can devote time to stage appearances. "This way I won't have to go into the 
studio until around summer time and in the first half of the year I can concentrate on 
building my stage reputation. So I'm going to put all my energies into making an 
album that will represent Andy Kim in '75." 

To make sure that the magic that pervaded "Rock Me Gently" and the LP "Andy 
Kim" is carried over to the new project Andy contracted many of the same musicians 
who worked on the original sessions. "These guys seemed to enjoy playing my music 
and it was a treat working with Michael O'Martian, who did all the arrangements, so 
we're going to do it again." 

But as we were talking, with the new sessions only a couple of weeks away. Andy 
still hadn't written all the tunes. "I'm writing all the time, even when I'm in the car driv- 
ing along, but I can't force myself to write. I can't sit down and say 'OK, now write: It 
has to come to me." 

"I like to write a song and leave it alone for a few days, to regain my objectivity and 
then come back to it and see if it does the same thing to me. If it does I know it's right. 
But sometimes it doesn't come and sometimes it does. Like yesterday I was writing 
for a while and I ended up with 3 songs. It was a great day. It happens that way." 
adding parenthetically, "sometimes. It has to be free and easy and I usually go to 
someplace where it is nice and quiet. I don't know how it comes, but the inspiration 
comes." 

The follow-up single "Fire, Baby I'm On Fire," though not yet the monster hit "Rock 
Me Gently" was, is still on the charts and its pulsating back beat is equally compelling. 
"I didn't want to rewrite 'Rock Me Gently.' though a lot of people wanted me to, 
because my body told me it wouldn't be right. There's nothing on the LP that sounds 
like 'Rock Me Gently' to me and I consider that a real good thing. The record said 
what it was supposed to say and that is that." 

So for now Andy Kim is plenty busy producing the new sessions and writing new 
tunes. But in his friendly and open way he refuses to give advice. "I don't know if I'd 
recommend that artists all produce themselves. Sometimes it's important to have 
another ear. For me I provide my own other ear. I wrap myself in a song and I become 
part of the ingredients. When I sing I become part of the song and I know what I need 
to make me, the song, right." But he makes sure to add with a wink, "and sometimes 
you end up talking to yourself. But the success of the album and the huge success of 
the single proved that I can do both and I'm having too much fun to stop."

Jefferson Starship 

Fleetwood Mac 
THE SHRINE AUDITORIUM, L.A. - 
Always the masters of psychedelic agit- 
prop as Jefferson Airplane, Grace Slick, 
Paul Kantner and company, now billed as 
Jefferson Starship, proved once again 
that when it comes to danceable didac- 
ticism they are the best there is. Mostly 
featuring tunes from their recent LP, 
"Dragon Fly," and some carefully chosen 
material from years gone by, like 
"Wooden Ships," "Blows Against The 
Empire," and "Somebody To Love," they 
rocked the Shrine to its foundation with 
traditional mind shattering volume. One 
thing for certain about this San Francisco 
band, hours after its over the concert is 
still ringing in your ears and rolling 
through your dreams. 

Featuring a fine band - John Barbata 
on drums, David Freiberg on bass and 
keyboards, Papa John Creach on violin, 
Craig Chaquico on lead guitar and Pete 
Sears on bass and keyboards - the set 
showed strength and versatility and by 
incorporating songs written by many 
writers, alone and in various combina- 
tions, they successfully avoided the 
sameness of sound that has haunted the 
past few Grace and Paul solo efforts. 

About the only complaint in a fine and 
ferocious set was the band's tendency to 
drift off into long, extended and un- 
necessary solos. Pete Sears, a good 
bassist and keyboard man, was the chief 
offender, but even John Barbata's satiric 
drum extravaganza could have said all he 
wanted to in half the time. Craig Cha- 
quico, one of rock's up and coming guitar 
virtuosos, demonstrated his immense 
technical expertise, but he still has to 
learn what not to play. After several flur- 
ries up and down the neck of the guitar 
his solos have a tendency to blur 
together. But at a very tender 20, Craig 
has plenty of time to perfect his playing 
and he possesses the skill and devotion 
to really make significant music. 

The highpoint of the evening was the 
encore of "Volunteers," that revolu- 
tionary pep talk, that brought all the fans 
to their feet for a deafening ovation and a 
whole lot of natural boogie. Jefferson 
Starship soared high and handsome on 
that number and throughout the eve- 
ning. Rumors that Marty Balin may rejoin 
Grace & Paul make the Starship's future 
even rosier. 

Fleetwood Mac, which preceded the 
Starship, played a variety of tunes from 
their numerous albums in a convincing 
style. Bob Welch, the group's guitarist, 
tended to ramble into pointless raps now 
and again, and Christine McVie wasn't 
given ample vocal prominence, but the 
set proved Fleetwood Mac is real j.b. 

Danny Davis and the 
Nashville Brass 

LONDON HOUSE, CHICAGO, - For 
their first full engagement in Chicago, 
after numerous appearances here with 
the "Shower Of Stars" country show, 
Danny Davis and the Nashville Brass 
were booked into London House, this 
area's most prominent jazz showcase. 
and they were as widely accepted as any 
jazz name we've seen play this room! 

Patrons enjoyed and responded in 
hand -clapping, foot -stomping fashion, to 
a full range of country music, including a 

"Music City Montage" tribute to 
Nashville, as Davis called it, which 
featured such country classics as "Your 
Cheatin' Heart," "Oh Lonesome Me." 
"Jambalaya," "I Can't Stop Loving You." 
"Tennessee Waltz," "Gentle On My 
Mind," "King Of The Road" and others. 
The brass section is predominant, of 
course, and very effectively so; but there 
wer ? excellent contributions throughout 
the set from the banjo player, guitarists, 
dru nmer, et al. 

Jackson Five 
MGM GRAND, LAS VEGAS - The 
Jackson 5 should actually be the 
"Jackson 8," with the additional family 
members that now perform in their show. 
More importantly, the Jackson family 
possesses enormous musical talent, as a 
packed house in this huge showroom 
discovered. 

The Jackson 5 could have put on a 
most satisfying show by simply doing 
their Motown hits and while they did pre- 
sent enough of their hits to satisfy the 
younger members of the audience, they 
also gave the older members of the au- 
dience a display of their other talents, so 
at the end of the show, the vast majority 
of the very heterogeneous audience was 
on its feet in a standing ovation. 

From a "history" of group singing (dur- 
ing which the group did impressions of 
the Four Freshmen, the Andrews Sisters 
and the Supremes, among others) to 
their harmonizing in a medley of "Killing 
Me Softly With His Song," "By The Time 
I Get To Phoenix" and "Danny Boy," to 
tap dancing, the group's enormous 
versatility continuously impressed. 

So, by the time they swung into 
"Rockin' Robin," "That's How Easy Love 
Can Be" and other hits, all in rapid fire 
succession, to close the show, the au- 
dience was clearly captivated. 

The show's beginning, when the J 5 
entered in a cloud of fog which en- 
veloped both the stage and the ringside 
tables, and their close, during which 
Michael went into the showroom looking 
for people to sing along, were the parts 
of the show where the J 5 presented the 
audience with their unique rock sound, 
but the Motown artists' display of 
versatility throughout the rest of the hour 
was unexpected. They put on a fantastic 
show. 

Gladys Knight And The Pips 
HILTON, LAS VEGAS - Gladys Knight 
is one great singer! Backed by the Pips, 
in seemingly perpetual motion, she pro- 
vided a captivated audience with a great 
hour of music. 

Gladys' entrance was via a descending 
platform which, while flashy, was seem- 
ingly out of place. No stage gimmicks 
were needed and later in the show few 
were used. Gladys Knight and the Pips 
are more than enough to thoroughly en- 
tertain a Vegas strip audience. 

The audience seemed to sense from 
the earliest moments that they were in 
for some great entertainment and their 
judgment was, of course, correct. Any 
song Gladys and the Pips did had a 

unique flavor all its own and even their 
frequently -heard hits possessed new life 
when performed live on the Hilton stage. 

"Midnight Train To Georgia," "Neither 
One Of Us," "Imagination" and their 
latest Buddah release "I Feel A Song" 
were featured in the set. Gladys soloed 
with a medley featuring "The Way We 
Were" and combined with the Pips in a 
revival of the old "Just In Time" stan- 
dard. 

For variety, some light comedy was in- 
cluded. While some of this was 
superfluous and overlong, it did not 
dampen the overall impact of the show. 
Their "Heard It Through The Grapevine" 
encore brought many members of the 
audience to their feet in a standing ova- 
tion. 

Doc Severinsen and his groups (The 
Now Generation Brass and Today's 
Children) opened the show. The 
"Tonight" band leader showed a slightly 
different side of himself, particularly 
when trying some vocals, but he stuck 
mainly with his horn, which no doubt 
pleased the audience more than his sing- 
ing. He plays the instrument as few 
others can. 

Orleans 
Tom Waits 

BOTTOM LINE, NEW YORK - Orleans, 
Asylum recording artists, recently played 
the Bottom Line. Their music is electric 
country -rock and revolves around 4 -part 
vocal harmonies. The band, however, 
creatively transcends the commonplace 
harmonics of many groups. The vocals, 
particularly on "Two -Faced Worlds" and 
"Let There Be Music," were bouncy and 
the tunes were catchy. Though the in- 
strumentals were not spectacular, they 
were clear and solid. Orleans consists of 
a drummer, a bass player, a guitarist and 
an organist. Larry Hoppen on organs oc- 
casionally doubled on guitar. His duets 
with John Hall were the highlight of the 
group's set. On "Please Be There," the 
two performed a nice blues duet that 
energized the vocals. Unfortunately, the 
accompaniment appeared held back. 
Wells Kelley on drums is an extremely 
able musician whose talents could be 
utilized a great deal more than they 
presently are. For the most part, his 
drumming was only used to keep time. 
So, too, Hall and Hoppen lapsed into a 

monophonic backing which became un- 
obtrusive at best and cloying at worst. 
They should be soloing with each other 
or against each other. Even with the in- 
strumental problem, however, Orleans 
gave an exciting and promising 
performance. 

Tom Waits is a white lower-class "Lost 
Poet." The Elektra artist weaves stories 
based upon traditional salesmen jokes, 
old trucker's tales, and once -hip 
stimulants like Robatussin. Waits played 
piano and guitar, and on the former, 
performed surprisingly well. His nar- 
ratives occasionally were pointed and 
quite funny, though most often, they 
rambled and merely suggested traces of 
humor. His sight gags were the highlight 
of the set. Waits smoked a cigarette in his 
ear and reached into his pocket for an 
open bottle of beer. These sight effects 
sharpened the somewhat bland material.

RENO SWEENEY, NY - Australia's 
Peter Allen may be known as "the one 
who wrote 'I Honestly Love You' " for his 
compatriot, Olivia Newton -John, but as 
he recently demonstrated at his two 
week engagement here, he is a 
tunesmith whose incisive talents will 
surely garner the attention that has been 
long overdue. 

Allen paced himself through selec- 
tions from his new A&M album, "Con- 
tinental American" showing a charming- 
ly arrogant sense of humor with witty in- 
nuendos abounding through composi- 
tions like "This Side Show's Leaving 
Town," and "Everything Old Is New 
Again." Backed by a competent guitar - 
bass -drums group, Allen accompanied 
himself on the piano for an uplifting 
hour's worth of hard hitting sardonic lyric 
and unpredictable entertainment with 
songs as far ranging as "Nothing From 
Nothing" and "I Honestly Love You." 

Lynn Kellogg, a former member of the 
Broadway "Hair" troupe, opened the 
show. She is an engaging performer 
whose palette of songs range from some 
striking original numbers like "Song For 
A Fool" to covers of material like "Mid- 
night Train To Georgia." "Do Right 
Woman, Do Right Man," and an interest- 
ing fusion of Billy Preston's "You Are So 
Beautiful" with "My Funny Valentine." 
Ms. Kellogg is currently unsigned but 
has already won herself a cult following 
in the city who turned out to cheer her 
on.

Little Feat 

TROUBADOUR, L.A. - There are 
always a number of vastly underrated 
bands, like early Poco with Messina and 
Furay still aboard, who garner good re- 
views consistently, but are unable to 
spark the fire of mass public acceptance. 
I doubt there has ever been a band as 
good as Little Feat, however, who have 
had to suffer such forced humility. The 
six man band took the stage at the 
Troubadour and tore through a set that 
left no doubt that they are one of the 
fiercest and finest working units around 
today. 

Led by Lowell George, who also pro- 
duced the group's last two Warner Bros. 
albums, the band played selections in- 
cluding "On Your Way Down," "Willin'," 
"A Apolitical Blues," and a batch from 
their latest LP, "Feats Don't Fail Me 
Now," including "Rock And Roll Docter," 
"Oh Atlanta" (which featured Bill Payne's 
vocal), and a medley of "Cold Cold 
Cold/Dixie Chicken/Tripe Face Boogie." 
With Payne's keyboard work integrated 
perfectly with Lowell's and Paul Bar- 
rere's lead guitars the band pulled in- 
fluences from many musical schools - 
blues, rock, jazz, country, soul - and 
forged them into a highly inidividualistic 
sound. 

Richie Hayward on drums, Ken 
Gradney on bass and Sam Clayton on 
congas and percussion make up the 
powerhouse rhythm section and 
everybody adds vocals here and there 
where needed. Little Feat have de- 
veloped a rapport on stage that com- 
bines with their musical skills and high 
spirits to produce stunning rock and roll. 
Catch 'em.

Sammy Davis, Jr. 

CAESAR'S PALACE, LAS VEGAS - 
When it comes to describing Sammy 
Davis Jr., it seems that all the superlative 
adjectives have become cliches. It is im- 
possible to find a new way of describing 
someone who has to be one of the 
greatest entertainers in the world. 

In his current Circus Maximus outing, 
Sammy uses a wide spectrum of his as- 
tounding talent. He sings and dances his 
way through a medley of Fred Astaire 
numbers, he does his impressions of 
Bogart, Cagney, Stewart and Martin, he 
does comedy throughout the show and, 
of course, he sings. 

He opened this show in a fur coat and 
broad -rimmed hat, doing Elton John's 
"Bitch Is Back," but stopped in the mid- 
dle saying, "I can't do this stuff." But he 
can do it and was doing it well when he 
stopped. He then doffed the coat and hat 
and did the kind of numbers that one as- 
sociates with him. 

He performed a medley of Bricusse- 
Newley songs, his new 20th Century 
Records release "Chico And The Man," 
plus "I've Gotta Be Me" and "Mr. Bo - 
jangles." 

Sammy said on stage that his show is 
more like a house party. He does a re- 
laxed set, choosing the numbers he feels 
like doing as he goes along, joking with 
the audience and his conductor, and put- 
ting himself on a little. It all adds up to 
enormous entertainment. 

Surprisingly, Sammy came out first, 
mainly to collect a fifty cent bet on the 
U.S.C.-Notre Dame game from a 
youngster in the audience, and to in- 
troduce Dyan Cannon. She had im- 
pressed him when he saw her in Lake 
Tahoe. Ms. Cannon, in turn impressed 
the audience with her voice and talent.

MOVIN' DAY - Grady Tate - Janus JXS 7010 

Grady Tate's first album as a lead vocalist. Tate 
has a mellow timbre and an extremely attractive 
tone. He can handle a soulful ballad as well as an 
uptempo pop tune. The selection of material ex- 
ploits his enormous musical knowledge. The in- 
strumental backing swings within the tight vocal 
structure. Check Ron Carter's bass on Van Mor- 
rison's "Moondance." On the second verse, his 
triplet and dotted 16th groups energize the 
vocals. "Sitting in Limbo" is a blues number, 
highlighted by Elliot Randall's guitar work. Also 
appearing on the album are Joe Farrell, Joe 
Newman, and Jimmy Johnson. 

THE WORLD OF SWING - Various Artists - Col 
X698 

This double LP fills in many gaps in previously 
released swing collections. Many of the cuts are 
obscure; some, in fact, have never been issued 
before. The tracks are arranged chronologically 
and show the developments in the band struc- 
ture. Stanley Dance, the author of "The Worlds 
of Swing," provides excellent liner notes. Chick 
Webb's "Stompin' At The Savoy," highlights the 
drummer and Sandy Williams on trombone. Ell- 
ington and Basie's Orchestras are heard 
together on "One More Once." The cut features 
the two band's sax sections. Checkout Paul 
Gonzalves' coda. 

LOVE IS IN US ALL - Pharoah Sanders - Im- 
pulse - ASD 9200 

The album has two extended cuts. The first is 
entitled "Love is in Us All," while the second side 
is an ode "To John." The title track is very 
rhythmic and, as expected, is replete with 
percussion instruments. The two -bar ostinado is 
developed in two sections. In the first, the 
melody is sung, while the polyrhythms are 
woven about the lyrics. There is an interesting 
chordal break by the piano before the first sec- 
tion closes. The tempo is slowed down in the 
second section, which consists of Sander's alto 
work counterpointed with the piano. 

STORIES TO TELL - Flora Purim - Milestone - 
M-9058 

Flora Purim, "downbeat's" top female vocalist 
of 1974, has released her second album. The ti- 
tle track, composed by Miroslav Vitous and 
Purim, includes titles and phrases from Neville 
Potter's pieces for the first Return to Forever. 
Check out Vitous' Moog work here. Purim has 
composed lyrics for McCoy Tyner's "Search for 
Piece." Her voice on the piece is sensuous and 
haunting; it readily evokes the sentiments of the 
song. George Duke's superb accompaniment on 
acoustic piano creatively utilizes Tyner's pen- 
tatonic chord structure. 

FACING YOU - Keith Jarrett - ECM 1017 ST 
Keith Jarrett again performs solo piano. 

Though the LP was released in Europe in 1972, it 
is now readily available through Polydor in the 
States. The record is more consistent than the 
"Solo Concerts" triple LP, and has none of the 
"Concert" LPs' sterile, "technique -for -technique - 
sake" lapses. Jarrett's work includes both strong 
chordal rhythms and light legato arpeggios. "In 
Front" steps right out and brightly dances over 
the heavy bass part. "My Lady; My Child" is a soft 
and striking ode. The chord progression here is 
quite interesting. 

ALONE TOGETHER - Joseph Jarman and An- 
thony Braxton - Delmark DS -428 

The record features Joseph Jarman of the Art 
Ensemble of Chicago and Anthony Braxton, a 
one-time member of Circle and an outstanding 
composer. Both are extremely talented reedists. 
The compositions on side 1 are Braxton's, while 
the second side is devoted to Jarman's work. 
The title track begins with the two saxes in un- 
ison. Though they play together, the single voice 
sounds isolated and alone. Yet, the voice divides 
and Jarman and Braxton creatively play against 
each other. "CK7 (GN)" is non -structured, 
polyrhythmic, and extremely abstract. The piece 
tries to clarify the relationship between pure 
sound and music.

Canadian Country Leaders Meet; 
Discuss Develpment Of Can. C&W 
TORONTO - The Canadian music in- 
dustry held its second Big Country 
Weekend (Nov. 23-24) at Toronto's Inn 
On The Park. Speakers included Ben 
Nobleman, president of the Toronto 
chapter of the Assn. of Canadian Radio 
and Television Artists (ACTRA); Jury 
Kyrtiuk, president of Boot Records In- 
ternational; Bob Cook, vice president 
and general manager (Record Division) 
RCA Ltd.; and Justin McCarthy, presi- 
dent Community Communications Ltd. 
(CHOO Radio). 

Fragmentation 
In his speech, noting the fragmenta- 

tion of the Canadian Country industry, 
Cook told the gathering: "If we are to 
begin to develop a Canadian music in- 
dustry, we must define the components 
of that industry. We must conscientiously 
analyze our weaknesses, and we must 
begin a long range program of objectives 
that includes total involvement of all seg- 
ments of the industry." He also referred 
to the lack of personal managers in 
Canada as well as the problem of im- 
pressing local retailers with the potential 
importance of Country product. 

Canadian Content 
McCarthy, who, at thirty-seven, is one 

of Canada's youngest radio station 
owners, like most of his programming as- 
sociates, took the opportunity to express 
his opinions on the 30% Canadian con- 
tent ruling. However, unlike many of his 
fellow broadcasters, he addressed what 
he felt was the root cause of the 
problems within his broadcasting com- 
munity: "The CRTC," he stated, "is not 
about to rescind or relax the Canadian 
content rule." He added, "We must con- 
clude they are dead serious about forc- 
ing the development of a Canadian 
music industry. But we all know that 
other branches of government have 
complete jurisdiction anytime they want 
to use it and it may be wise to recognize 
how serious they are before the Customs 
and Excise people get into the act and 
slap a tariff on all imported product." 

An open forum was also held. Panel 
members included: Terry Trojek, 

Taylor's Record Sales; Charlie Russell, 
CJCJ Radio; Dave Peevers, personal 
manager; Dave Johnson, CFGM Radio;

COUNTRY ARTIST OF THE WEEK 
Eddy Raven 

AIN'T "HE" SOMETHIN' ELSE - Eddy 
Raven, a Cajun double Leo born in 
Lafayette, Louisiana, got his first $12.50 
Stella guitar when he was seven years 
old. Soon after his mother told him he 
was either going to "have to quit or learn 
to play that thing!" So, he "learned to 
play that thing." 

Eddy had his first band at the age of 
13, his first radio show at the age of 14, 
and his first local record at the age of 15. 
At 16 he was working in a filling station in 
the daytime and playing gigs with his 
band at night. This was also the time that 
he started to write songs seriously. 

For the next few years Eddy alternate- 
ly managed a Magnavox Home Enter- 
tainment Center, led a band, recorded, 
and did a&r for Carol Rachou, who was 
owner of La-Louisianne Records. Also, 
during this time he hosted a bandstand - 
type TV show and cut his first Cajun LP 

which consisted of songs done in both 
English and French. 

In 1970 another Cajun, Jimmy C. 
Newman, was living in Nashville and 
heard Eddy's Cajun LP. He began to take 
an interest in the budding writer -singer 
and later he and Doc Guidry brought Ed- 
dy to the attention of Governor Jimmy 
Davis who subsequently hired Eddy to 
be his lead singer during his 1971 cam- 
paign. During this time Newman also 
brought Raven to Nashville. It was a 
Raven -penned hit, "Country Green" by 
Don Gibson that finally made Eddy a 
permanent resident of Music City. 

Since then, Eddy's songs have been 
recorded by Jeannie C. Riley, Roy Clark, 
Don Gibson, Glenn Barber, and many 
others. Eddy is now under contract to 
ABC Records where all of his recording 
is directed by Don Gant. His current hot 
chart -climbing single is titled "Ain't She 
Something Else." 

Gavin Picks WMC

radio station WMC Memphis was 
awarded the "Bill Gavin Personal Pick of 
the Year" during the Gavin Conference 
held in Kansas City Nov. 30 -Dec. 2.

Multi -State Northwest Conference Slated 
CHICAGO - Members of coin machine 
operators' associations, representing the 
states of Washington, Oregon, Montana 
and Idaho, met in Spokane, Washington 
on November 16 to lay the groundwork 
for the formulation of a multi -state 
Northwest Conference. 

The Spokane meeting was called by Al 
Marsh (Bellingham), president of the 
Washington Coin Machine Operators As- 
sociation, at the suggestion of lawyer - 
lobbyist Al Dougherty of the Montana 
Coin Machine Operators Association, 
who is credited with conceiving the idea 
for the conference. Marsh and Dougher- 
ty told the assembled group that the 
formation of a Northwest Conference 
will give individual operators an op- 
portunity to learn how their neighbors 

are meeting and solving mutual pro- 
blems, and will "dispel tunnel vision and 
provincialism which are detrimental to 
business."

Dorothy 
Christensen and Buzz Heyer have 
pledged both MOA's and their personal 
support of the conference.

MOM Accelerates Membership Drive: 
Opposes Move To Prohibit Persons 
Under 18 From Operating Amuse. Devices. 

CHICAGO - In conjunction with their 
current running membership drive the 
Music Operators of Michigan have slated 
a series of territorial meetings 
throughout the state to establish a direct 
line of communication with operators in 
outlying areas and to familiarize them 
with the association's function. 

During the month of November, meet- 
ings were held in Southfield and the Tri - 
City area and subsequent sessions will 
be scheduled, within the next few weeks, 
in Lansing, Grand Rapids and the Upper 
Michigan territories. 

The association's current legislative 
program includes the sponsorship of a

of Michigan (Cash Box, November 9 is- 
sue); and a campaign to oppose a move 
by the Michigan State Police to prohibit 
persons under 18 years of age from 
operating amusement devices and to re- 
quire all locations housing such devices 
to post conspicuous warning signs 
furnished by the State Police. 

MOM's recent membership mailing 
states: "It is ridiculous to make it a crime 
for a person under 18 to play an amuse- 
ment device. Young people have more 
leisure time in our present society and to 
deny them access to a harmless activity 
is to compound the juvenile problems of 
Michigan." 

The association is enlisting full mem- 
bership cooperation in opposing this 
move.

ATLANTA - Continuing their interna- 
tional expansion, GRC finalized a licens- 
ing agreement for the distribution of 
their GRC, Hotlanta and Aware 
catalogues (all to be issued on the GRC 
label) in Japan with one of the leading 
record and tape manufacturing com- 
panies in that country, Nippon Columbia 
Co., Ltd., it was jointly announced this 
week by GRC president Michael Thevis 
and T. Hanzawa, general manager of the 
International Repertoire Department of 
Nippon Columbia. 

Nippon Columbia will officially launch 
the GRC releases the end of Dec., con- 
centrating initially on Sammy Johns and 
Ripple, to be followed by other products 
of the GRC catalogues. Nippon Colum- 
bia is preparing an extensive campaign 
aimed at the record dealers, radio, TV, 
press outlets plus the public with unique 
merchandising aids, point -of -purchase 
promotions, extended publicity cov- 
erage, etc. 

"Recognizing that Japan is one of the 
key record and tape markets worldwide 
and realizing the stature of Nippon 
Columbia in the Japanese marketplace, I 

am extremely pleased and proud to be 
associated with Mr. T. Hanzawa and his 
energetic and most enthusiastic staff," 
stated GRC's Thevis. 

Sought by many record companies in 
Japan, GRC sent their international 
licensing consultant Bobby Weiss of One 
World of Music, to Tokyo to personally 
survey the complete music business 
scene and it was a result of his extensive 
research and talks with more than 35 
record companies (and music 
publishers) that the record licensing 
plans were finalized with Nippon Colum- 
bia. "It was their keen desire to represent 
GRC supported by their impressive 
marketing plans that really convinced 
me," said Weiss, "plus checking Nippon 
Columbia's stature with the dealers, pre- 
ss, radio and TV, which confirmed my 
opinion that GRC's best interests would 
be served via Nippon Columbia's 
representation." 

Discussions have been underway for 
some weeks about GRC artists Sammy 

Johns and Ripple making a promotional 
tour of Tokyo, Osaka, etc., to appear 
before the dealers, press, the public, 
plus appearing on selected and impor- 
tant radio and TV programs, it was con- 
firmed GRDC President Buz Wilburn. "I 
am hopeful that booking time can be 
cleared for both of these artists to work 
into Nippon Columbia's plans for ap- 
pearances in Japan sometime early in 
1975, as if so, I would like to extend their 
appearances to other areas of the Far 
East." 

Said T. Hanzawa of Nippon Columbia, 
"For many months, we have recognized 
the growing importance of the GRC 
artists and it was our desire to acquire 
their record and tape rights because Nip- 
pon Columbia's staff has such tremen- 
dous enthusiasm and belief in their 
artists for our expanding market. GRC 
will not only bring their outstanding 
'Atlanta-Hotlanta sound,' but because of 
their involvement internationally with 
numerous important record sources, 
other leaders and future stars of the 
record business to Japan." 

Plans are already underway for GRC 
and Nippon Columbia executives to visit 
each other in their respective home of- 
fices during the coming months to map 
plans for 100% cooperation between the 
two firms and to set day -and -date release 
of key product so that Japan may share 
in the USA impact of the GRC best- 
sellers. 

The first GRC label releases will be is- 
sued by Nippon Columbia in time for the 
last week of December business. 

Discussions are still being held with 
various music publishers in Japan con- 
cerning sub -publishing rights to the 
Thevis Music Group of catalogues con- 
sisting of six companies and Bobby 
Weiss expects to finalize an agreement 
shortly via his One World of Music 
negotiations. 

Thus, Nippon Columbia joins EMI 
Capitol of Canada as an international 
licensee with contracts now in the 
finalization stage for other territories to 
be confirmed shortly for both records 
and music publishing representation. 

London: Pye Changes, Island USA Debut 

LONDON - Following last week's an- 
nouncement of John Fruin's resignation 
from Polydor London comes news of the 
resignation of Ronnie Beck of Feldman 
(part of EMI Publishing Ltd). Beck is to 
join Fruin in a new record label venture 
to be known as State Records. Also in- 
volved will be Wayne Bickerton and 
Tommy Waddington. Because of Beck's 
departure, EMI Publishing have an- 
nounced that as from Jan. 1, 1975 
Feldman and Robbins Music Corpora- 
tion will be under the direction and 
general management of Terry Slater 
who was previously general manager of 
Robbins Music Corporation. The identity 
of these two publishing companies will 
be maintained and some further staff ap- 
pointments are in the pipeline. 

Island Records has inaugurated a new 
r&b/soul label to be known as Island 
USA with which the company makes a 
re-entry into the British soul market. Em- 
phasis will be on singles market and 
material will come primarily through the 
purchase of masters from small indepen- 
dent record labels and production com- 
panies in the United States. Island did 
much to introduce r&b into Britain in 
1963 when it licensed the catalogues of 
the American based Sue label. Much the 

same pattern of promotion will be de- 
veloped for the new Island USA label; 
i.e. initial exposure through clubs and 
discotheques. However, where specific 
records are considered to have max- 
imum commercial potential they will be 
promoted through all conventional chan- 
nels. In addition to soul and r&b masters 
material will also come from the New 
York based Latin American label Fania 
with which Island has just signed a 
licensing agreement. Deal was con- 
cluded between Island's Chris Blackwell 
and Fania president Jerry Masucci and 
marks the introduction of Fania's 
catalogue in the U.K. Label manager for 
Island USA is Danny Holloway. First re- 
lease "Did I Come Too Soon" by Swamp 
Dog.

Wings for sales of "Band on the Run" 
(Apple) ... Queen to Europe in 
December followed by America, 
Australia and Japan Jan. thru March. 
Queen currently scoring with "Killer 
Queen" single and "Sheer Heart Attack" 
album ... Keith Peacock has joined EMI 
Records as Press Officer for the Fantasy 
and recently launched Casablanca and 
EMI International labels.

Sparks Deny Permanent 
U.K. Departure 

HOLLYWOOD - Sparks is expected to 
move operations to the United States 
following a final Christmas concert in 
England on Dec. 20. 

While the move is described as tem- 
porary and motivated by expanding com- 
mitments in the U.S., speculation is 
growing in the U.K. that Sparks is plan- 
ning a permanent departure because of 
the country's severe tax system. 

This is denied by Sparks' nucleus, Ron 
and Russell Mael, and their manager, 
John Hewlett, who've indicated winter 
'75 concert dates in Britain already are 
on the itinerary. 

First up, however, is a February tour of 
the U.S. Additional dates are con- 
templated for the fall and, in between, 
Sparks hopes to record its third album 
somewhere in the States. 

"It's just a case of staying there for 
some time once we get there," Ron Mael 
explained from London. "Let's just say 
that Sparks will now be based wherever 
we happen to be at any one time." 

While Island Records continues to pro- 
mote Sparks' heralded debut album,

newly -released from the LP, "Talent Is 
An Asset," the follow-up album was re- 
leased in Britain simultaneous with a 
tour there that concluded Nov. 28. A 
final holiday concert is set for Leeds on 
Fri., Dec. 20. 

Called "Propaganda," the second 
album is targeted for American release 
in tandem with the Feb. U.S. tour.

Reminiscing briefly, UA Music 
Publishing has been nominated in each 
of the past ten years for the song of the 
year Oscar. winning in 1955 with "Love 
Is A Many Splendored Thing," in 1954 
with "3 Coins In The Fountain," "The 
Shadow of Your Smile" in 1965 and 
"Talk To The Animals" in 1967. 

One of the key facets of the UA Music 
Publishing Group is its print division 
headquartered in New York and run by 
music veteran Herman Steiger. This 
division, which last year billed over $5 
million, handles not only all of the United 
Artists catalog print business, but the 
Aberbach group, all Jim Croce material. 
Beachwood Publishing, Wes Farrell 
Organization's publishing, Combine, and 
Tree International. 

It is the responsibility of the UA Music 
Publishing print division to publish music 
books ("how-to books," for instance), 
sheet music, lead sheets for orchestras, 
school marching bands, etc. and, even 
with the rising costs of paper and other 
materials, this cog in the machine con- 
tinues to show steady profit, as does the 
entire firm. 

But the success story of the United 
Artists Music Publishing Group is told in 
much the way a Tolstoy novel is written - in many complex yet interweaving 
levels. Certainly the collaboration of 
veteran geniuses such as Stewart and 
Schuster are the cornerstones, but when 
you consider the contributions of a 
Dominic Frontiere who wrote the WFL 
football theme, the TVS game of the 
week, theme for the premiere college 
basketball game of the week (to air Dec. 
13) and the NBC hockey theme for 1976, 
you begin to get the picture of total de- 
dication and professionalism that for 
years has earmarked the success of one 
of the driving forces in music publishing. 
Excitement is the key word, and Stewart 
and Schuster together put the necessary 
ingredients into play that ensure the con- 
tinued growth of United Artists Music 
Publishing Group as a major force in the 
future.
