Lundvall:

Columbia Re-structure Geared To
New Acts, ‘Total Product Awareness’

NEW YORK — In a rapid reorganization
of Columbia Records’ marketing, pro-
duct and A&R structure, the label has
achieved a greater interelationship
among jhese sections and a stronger
base for maintaining a flow of new acts,
according to Bruce Lundvall, vp and
general manager.

The moves, notes Lundvall. recently
named to the post after operating as vp
of marketing, enables him to devote
more time in the A&R process (about
60% of his working day) and "to create a
situation whereby the company has
become even more accessible to talent,
iswilling to hear anything and everything
whether originating in the US. or
abroad.

“The marketing moves took place
quickly,” Lundvall says,” and shows the

depth of internal management at Colum-
bia since we did not have to go outside of
the company to make them.” A vital fac-
tor in the label's favor. the exec adds, is
that these internal moves "did not dis-

turb the momentum of the company, and
we've felt no loss at all.” (As reported in
last week's issue of Cash Box, 1974 was
abanner sales year for the CBS label or-
ganization)

“Now with the right people in place,
the plan is to have total product aware-
ness integration by members of the
marketing and A&R areas, so that each
section is let in on developments
originating from marketing or A&R."
Lundvall explains.
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Interestingly, Lundvall views his role at
Columbia and that of Ron Alexenburg as
vice presidents and general managers of
Columbia and Epic/Columbia Custom.
respectively, as affording “greater un-
ification” within the CBS organization
rather than the possible “danger of
divide and conquer.” For. in fact, both
divisions have a common field force, with
separate responsibilities in product
management and A&R. “We, indeed, re-
quired a separate sub-structure for
greater concentration on the needs of
each label division,” Lundvall says.

Indicative of Lundvall's stress in A&R,
one of Columbia’'s major moves was the
expansion of A&R activities, involving
A&R chiefs on the west coast (Don Eliis)
and east coast (Mickey Eichner).
Lundvall notes that both units are semi-
autonomous in that they are equipped to
make “fast decisions” on the signing of

WB Print Div.
Hits $6 Million
Peak During '74

NEW YORK — Warner Bros. Music's
print division continues to make strong
gains, reaching a record level of $6
million at wholesale prices in 1974, ac-
cording to Ed Silvers, president

Silvers points out that since taking
over the management of the company in
1971, the company's print section rose
to the $6 miilion level (representing $12
to $13 million at retail prices) from a base
of $800.000. The $6. million figure
represents a 22% increase over 1973.

The print philosophy at WB Music,
Silvers says. is based on “what can sell in
print, not necessarily what is a hit record.
We can have a number 1 hit record and

Included on the soundtrack are hits by
the Drifters. The Zombies, Little Eva. the
Box Tops. Jan & Dean, The Monkees,
the Animals. the Righteous Brothers. the
Hollies, The Beach Boys. and several
other major artists of the '60's.

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New Product,
Acts At CBS
Atlanta Meet

NEW YORK — CBS Records held its an-
nual Beginning-of-Year Meetings in
Atlanta last week. Running from Wed.,
Jan. 29 to Sunday. Feb. 2, the meetings
brought together CBS Records ex-
ecutives from New York, Los Angeles
and Nashville as well as representatives
from each Columbia, Epic and Custom
Label branch throughout the country.
Among the scheduled items on the
agenda for the affair were a series of
sales. promotion and merchandising
seminars; new product presentations;

The most important thing an artist can do for his record com-
pany, from my point of view. is to ensure the orderly delivery of
his product so that the company can plan the most effective
support for it as early as possible prior to its release. It'salso im-
portant after the artist has left the studio that he be willing to do
the proper dates to support his product himself. In effect. work-
ing in conjuction with the company's efforts.

Marvin Schiachter, President, Chess/Janus Records

Many artists believe that their responsibility has been
fulfilled upon delivery of finished product to the manufacturer.
However, we are firm in our belief that this is precisely the
point where the artist. along with those who represent him,
must begin to work hand in hand with every department within
the record company from merchandising. promotion and
publicity to develop and nurture all aspects of the artist's
career. We require a total commitment from our staff and ex-
pect the same from the artist. The common goal — growth of
the artist — is achieved best when the artist is made available

up front

to all existing outlets. He must be willing to participate in interviews. make h|mself ac-
cessible to radio and television appearances as well as coordinate appropriate and
meaningful live personal appearances. In many cases, especially those dealing with |
newer and less established artists, this might mean accepting lower paying gigs that |
are crucial and benefit him in terms of image development and audience exposure.
The artist must not look for an immediate return in terms of dollars but realize his
maximum long range potential. Building the artist's career is the key and in order to

accomplish this. artist cooperation is essential.

Al Teller, President, United Artists Records

A prime responsibility. of course, is to provide us with their
finest artistic work artistically, the very best music they are
capable of. Secondly. an attitude of professionalism; that is, a
knowledge of the fact that a record company is composed of a
number of professionals whose sole purpose is to help the
artist realize his maximum potential. The artist should therefore
be willing to work closely with these professionals. In my ex-
perience, success had been greatest in those instances where
the relationship between artist and record company has beena
positive one based on respect and cooperation.

Irwin Steinberg, President, Phonogram Inc.

The artists responsibilities center both around the magic of
the music and the personal performance. To present music and
poetry which is not redundant; to recognize the need for con-
tinuity of product; and to recognize that they are part of an am-
bience where art and profit must be given equal regard. As
well. there exists a responsibility to stay in communication with
the company in all matters involving their careers and their art |
so that together we can maximize the opportunities of the
creative effort.

Charlie Nuccio, President, Island Records

Before we state what we believe to be the artist responsibili-
ty to our label, it is important to realize that Island’s commit-
ment to. and concern for its artists is unique in the music busi-
ness. It's obvious that Island’s aesthetic values are as important
as any commercial aspects of an artist or his product. Of course
we want to sell records and expose our audiences to their prop-
er audiences. but not at the expense of an artist's work or
integrity. We will work a record and support an artist with all the ¢
ingenuity we have until we can honestly say. ‘We did ever-
ything we know how to do.’ In return we expect a similar com-

mitment from our acts. We want them to be aware of, and responsive to the label's
needs: to take an interest in and understand what goes into promoting. marketing and
publicizing a record. We expect him to be a conscientious working artist as con-
cerned with exposing his art as we are. We want him to be accessible and available to
the company. press and public within reasonable limits. While the artist is given a free
creative hand. he must understand the financial aspects of the music business. In or-

der to ensure both commercial and aesthetic viability, budgets

must be made and

kept as much in the artist's interest as the company's. If everyone involved does his
best and an open working relationship with the artist develops. then our commitment
to each other is fulfilled and their is no reason that the artist. whether he sells a huge
amount of records or not. can’t be with Island for as long as he so desires.

Herb Belkin, Vice President, Creative Operations, Motown Records

The key words relative to artists' responsibilities to a record
label may very well be communication and flexibility. In order
to better service an artist and to get optimum exposure for the
product. a constant communication must be maintained
between artists. artists’ representatives and their record com-
pany.

Knowing their personal appearance schedule. useable off-
time and general whereabouts is invaluable information if a
company is going to be able to pre-plan or react to be able to
fully support a given release.

Fiexibility and understanding in that. a company at times might require the services
of agiven artist in what to the artist might seem a totally unnecessary appearance or a
function. More often than not. cooperation in this type of promotion might result in a
record going on a particular station or picking up additional sales. thereby enhancing

ROCKIN’ IN STYLE: Upon its release. the album "Pagliaro Live" sold aver 80.000
copies'in the province of Quebec alone. yet throughout the rest of English speaking
Canada. Michel Pagliaro remains virtually unknown. Still, he has managed nearly ten
gold records from as many albums which have been recorded concurrently for two
Canadian labels. In the U.S., he is not only unknown. he has never been signed to a
label. Chalk it up to oversight on the part of American A&R departments or Pagliaro’s
own introverted personality (he reportedly turned down Three Dog Night's offer of an

opening spot on their last world tour). surely his invisibility on the U.S. market is not
dueto alack of talent.

Pagliaro’s music is a potent blend of styles and influences which have given him the
broad appeal needed to survive the prejudices of bilingual Montreal. He is the city's
first homegrown rocker and the only Canadian to have hits in both French and
English.

At 22. Pag is totally involved in writing. arranging. and producing his own music
which he performs with a group called Les Rockers (they have their own album re-
leased here by Fantasy under the name, Moonquake). His music is deceptively sim-
ple; it is eclectic. yet totally unique. He'll take a rock staple like "Come On" or "Dizzy
Miss Lizzy" and renovate it with a hard hitting French interpretation. It may be a re-
turn to familiar bases. but not a step backward.

Similarly, his own compositions like " J'Entends Frapper” or "M'Lady” contain a gut-
ty bedrock appeal with an impact which is never diminished by the fact that the lyrics
are in French. Pagliaro's English songs. of which “Some Sing. Some Dance” and
“"Rainshowers™ are a couple of his best. are based on a melodic edge with a lyrical im-
mediacy reminiscent of Paul McCartney. Pagliaro is hot property up north and it's a
wonaer that no enterprising American record company has picked up on him yet.

Those curious as to how Brian May of Queen achieves the endless varieties of tone
without the use of a synthesizer on the group’s LPs may find it interesting to note that
his guitar was handmade to his own specifications at a total cost of under $20. Parts
included raw metal taken from a motorcycle and the mahogany from a 100 year old
fireplace. Queen, incidentally. have already sold out their Valentine's Day N.Y. con-
cert at Fisher Hall. A late show has been added. The group’s first major U.S. tour
begins this week . . . Jeremy Spencer, formerly lead guitarist of Fieetwood Mac and
later a member of a west coast religious sect has finally seen the light in announcing
his return to rock 'n’ roll. His new group. Jeremy Spencer’s Albatross (named after the
old Fleetwood Mac song) is already on the road . .. English rock eccentrics Steve
Harley and Cockney Rebel make their long awaited U.S. debut this month on a five
city tour .. Rock luminaries such as Leslie West, Alice Cooper, the N.Y. Dolls,
Leonard Cohen, and Todd Rundgren all visited the Bottom Line last week for a con-
cert by Flo & Eddie. The Hello People, who opened the show were truly impressive in
both their musical and pantomime abilities . . . Marquee Enterprises has contracted
all nine members of the Jackson Five family for this week's Radio City Music Hall con-
certs. It will be their first appearances together outside of Las Vegas.

Whomever fills the spot left vacant by Mick Taylor's leaving to join Jack
Bruce will have the opportunity of a lifetime and speculation continues to mount as to
who the lucky axe man will be. Hopefully, the matter will be resolved soon because
the suspense is reportedly splitting up groups with class guitarists, all of whom are
anxious candidates.

Led Zeppelin had themselves a ball on the strip last week and it turned into a real
party when hundreds of fans closed in on the nite spot where the super group was
holding court.

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Man Step Up Into Slow Motion

Swansea is an industrial town in the south of Wales which pulsates to the tune of
factories 24 hours a day. Similarly, the music Wales has spawned. churns and seethes
to a constant. undulating inner rnythm

The Welsh rock tradition, which can be lineated all the way back to 1963 includes a
string of groups like the Comancheros, the Vikings, Mustangs, and Casanovas who all
fought for and struggled to survive. Deke Leonard was in a band called Lucifer and the
Corncrackers who were the only ones on the scene playing r&b material independent
of groups like the Rolling Stones (who nobody heard of at the time anyway). They
Bystanders were another Welsh band which paralleled the Corncrackers. “The were
sort of a pop act doing other people’'s material.” Leonard told Cash Box. After the
Corncrackers gave way to groups like the Jets, and the Smokeless Zone, Leonard
linked up with them. “Shortly after | joined. the Bystanders changed their name to
Man. It was the first time when everybody in the band would play their own music and
gettheir ownthing across which we all really enjoyed *

The group made several tours of the U K. which nurtured their diehard cult follow-
ing before they broke down to a quartet with Leonard and Mickey Jones on guitars.
Terry Williams on drums, and Martin Ace on bass. The group released several albums
in England which sold well, but they eventually parted ways complaining about that
perpetual ailment, “musical differences.” "It got to the point where | was the only one
satisfied with the music the way it was.” said Leonard. "Everybody was going off on
different tangents. Mickey wanted to do more 'Zappaesque’ things. Martin was into a
folk trip with his wife and formed a group called the Flying Aces, and Terry had some
ideas all hisown.

‘There was also this thing about how the group would record an atbum. | had begun
to write songs which | hoped to get Man to record. but it did not fit into the group's
policy. They would get into the studio and say. ‘OK. let's write something which is
what we could do under pressure. and often did. It was the product of four or five
minds though. and | was sittingon a lot of things there was no outlet for

The group soon split with Jones and Williams regrouping with a trio of three other
compatriots while Leonard and Ace eventually resurfaced in a group called Iceberg;
furthering the incestuousness of the Welsh scene by including drummer Keith Hodge

who was a cohort ot Leonard’s in the Corncrackers. With a sound which at once ap-
proached the hey-days of such groups as the Quicksilver Messenger Service, Led
Zeppelin, and the Aliman Brothers, Iceberg were well received on a tour of England in
which they played on the same bill as Man. They recorded one resilient album which
was also released here before the group cracked under internal pressures. A second
album by lceberg was released in part as a solo album by Leonard under the title.
‘Kamakaze

As Man was again plagued by personnel problems about the same time that
iceberg began to melt. Leonard rejoined the group along with Ken Whaley and
Malcolm Morley from a fellow Welsh outfit, Help Yourself. Their album. "Rhinos,
Winos. and Lunatics” was released here last year to coincide with Man's first
American tour after 8 years of playing throughout Europe.

Morley has since left the group. but they remain a relatively stable aggregate with
Leonard filling in on piano and second lead guitar. He has proven himself a catalyst to
the group's music. toughening their sound and adding that extra finesse to their live
presentation which has been traditionally lacking.

A new album. “Slow Motion,” has finally been released on UA after problems aris-
ing from their proposed cover delayed the release for over a month. “We contracted
Rick Griffin. the West Coast artist who did those psychedelic posters in the '60's to do
the art for us. He gave us a picture of Alfred E. Newman holding this big fish with
water squirting out from its gills and the word "Man" written like the “Mad" logo. Un-
fortunately, the people at Mad did not share our sense of humor. It's really too bad
because they are always satirizing people, but when we wanted to satirize them, they
couldn't take it and threatened to sue.” Asaresult, Alfred's face was completely taken
off the cover. but the fish and part of his hand remains.

‘Slow Motion” has already begun to show signs of becoming Man’s biggest selling
album just as the group embarks on another American tour this month. The group has
apparently weathered and transcended their numerous personnel problems and
have finally gotten down to producing the kind of music they are capable of.

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Loggins and Messina: “Changes,”
They Happen Every Day

“Mother Lode.” Loggins and Messina's finely crafted and delicately filigreed new
album. spentiast December comfortably in the Top 10. finishing the year in the Top 5.
Eiton John, Neil Diamond, Jethro Tuil and Bachman-Turner Overdrive, the other four
members of that elite quintet, each had a hit single pushing their respective albums to
their lofty perch. Only Loggins and Messina survived that arduous climb to the top
without a hit lending support. Not that the album lacked single material. Radio sta-
tions across the country played "Changes.” “Brighter Days™ and "Growing" regularly
and also found time for the longer album tracks like "Be Free.” "Move On" and "Time
To Space ' that were not cut as single material.

The problem involved one of image. Columbia Records wanted the single to be
‘Growing,” an uptempo. friendly rocker in the Kenny Loggins tradition of foot tapping
and grinning. Kenny and Jim Messina, however. wanted to release the hard-driving
‘Changes.” So it stayed that way for awhile with “Mother Lode" sitting in the Top 5 all
by itself.

‘We both love ‘Growing but it makes it seem like another side of the same single
story.” Kenny shakes his head thoughtfully. © "Your Mama Don't Dance.' 'Thinking Of
You, and ‘My Music' share the same feel with Growing and it makes some people
think that is all we do.

Jimis quick to add, " ‘Changes’ represents the side of us you usually have to buy an
albumor go to our concerts to hear. The sexier. funkier side of Loggins and Messina.
Wereally believe init.”

And "Changes’ is returning their faith by climbing steadily up the charts. Jim is glad
to see it happen. " "Your Mama Don't Dance’ has been a mixed blessing. It got us a lot
of exposure but it typecast us in a lot of ways.

Some of Kenny's best known ballads like
Danny's Song  and 'Love Song have been hits for other people and he should get a
chance. He's such a super vocalist.

The audience immediately recognized them and greeted them with a warm ovation. A
few takes of their solo spot were necessary so that the cameras could be positioned
properly and during a delay Kenny and Jim turned around to entertain the live au-
dience with an impromptu version of "House At Pooh Corner.” The grateful audience
responded enthusiastically and for the rest of the taping the applause sign was un-
necessary for the crowd cheered spontaneously in all the right places. When Mac
joined the duo for a version of Jim's "Listen To A Country Song’ the vibes couldn't be
disrupted even by the frequent interruptions for technical adjustments.

I think it went real well.” Jim commented later. "We're interested in branching out
in television and films and things like that but if it can't be the way we want to do 1t we
don'tthinkit's worth doing.

Jon
Clarke and Merel Bregante, with the exception of Don Roberts who joined us during
the recording of ‘Mother Lode." have been with us from the beginning. The sound that
is identifiable as the Loggins and Messina Band is from those guys and ‘Changes’
gives them a chance to show another side of their instrumental abilities. We sure
hope the people like it.

ACADEMY OF MUSIC. NEW YORK — It
turns out, surprisingly. that the Alvin Lee
of Alvin Lee & Co. is not the Alvin Lee of
Ten Years After. After seven years which
saw him develop into the Woodstock
generation’'s prototypical flash guitarist.
Lee has finally begun to free himself
from his long-stagnant image to again
develop as a creative performer. With
Ten Years After in perhaps permanent
retirement, Alvin has assembled an ex-
cellent crew of musicians, which in-
cluded ex-King Crimsonites Mel Collins
(reeds, woodwinds) and lan Wallace
‘drums); Ronnie Leahy (keyboards) and
Steve Thompson (bass) were once with
Stone The Crows. The group is rounded
out with a percussionist and several
backup vocalists. The new Lee material
is successfully eclectic jazz/blues/rock
in which the Columbia artist is more the
conductor of the band than the band. His
incredible technique is tempered these
days with taste. demonstrating the famed
speed only at the peaks of his rare solos.
and leaving a lot of room for the other
musicians to stretch out. Particularly im-
pressive were a beautiful instrumental
written by Mel Collins which featured his
fine sax-playing. a Collins-lan Wallace
jazz tune which highlighted Wallace's
great percussive abilities. plus the Lee
tunes — the funky “Let's Get Back” and

There's A Feeling and Allen
Toussaint's meliow "Freedom For The
Stallion” with Collins on flute and Lee on
acoustic guitar. Alvin Lee can still
‘boogie with the beat,” but he is an artist
who has matured as both arranger and
soloist and is now a premiere rock
performer well beyond the bounds of
pubescent acid-blues.

Capitol's Gentle Giant, reviewed re-
cently in these pages (Nov. 23} con-
tinues to demonstrate their fine unique
progressive style

Opening the bill were Columbia artists
American Tears, a new keyboards-bass-
drums power trio whose heavy sound
has the potential for commercial suc-
cess. especially if they can be allowed
more time in upcoming dates.

Genesis

HOLLYWOOD — After years of super-
spectacular stage productions that
measure half-way up to a cricket’s knee,
it sure is good to see Genesis reverse
the trend and take their concepts to a
level of simplicity with their delivery of
“The Lamb Lies Down On Broadway.”
Headlining at the Shrine Auditorium,
Genesis packed the house, as fans anx-
iously awaited a first local delivery of
their latest rock-theatre venture. Peter
Gabrie!l. though stating out front that
he'd rather have the band recognized as
a co-operative outfit, is and prcbably will
remain, the band's center focal point in
his position as lead singer-character.
Dashing, in simple denim and leather
jacket costume, from stage riser to riser.
Gabriel maintains the highest level of

visuality. fading out of view only when
the four musician members of the band
take time for a musical interlude, much of
which seemed to be mere filler for the
exciting inter-action between Gabriel as
the one man show, with the others as
back-up. This may seem to te a problem,
but any intelligent observer will note that
this 1s the only viable way to present a
concept such as “Lamb.” And it must be
said that when Genesis, as a unit. is
cooking. that their originality is stirring
"The Lamb Lies Down On Broadway"
is a surreal presentation, of epic propor-
tions. telling the tale of an odd character
named Rael, who wanders and blunders
his way through a series of events,
portrayed to the point of excellence by a
three-screened slide presentation,

Two faces of Peter Gabriel of Genesis

above and behind the band. Gabriel as
Rael portrays a character so obviously
blemished and confused that the image
of him, as seen through the eyes of the
audience, becomes more and more
believable as the story unfolds. Set in
New York City, for an added touch of re-
ality, Rael becomes part and parcel to
the total experiences of the collective
viewer Gabriel has the ability to send his
voice out as the sound of blaring, im-
pending doom and then turn around and
come on like any particular lamb one
might hear singing.

The totality of the “Lamb” concept is
one that immediately intrigues the
listener/viewer, however the subtleties
within its context often don't surface un-
tit one takes the time for afterthought.

Such is the problem of cerebral presen-
tation. yet the audience. in perfect silent
attention. strives to follow the story line,
satisfying themselves with whatever
does come across to them. “Lamb’ is at
once the most complex of rock shows
and at the same time, one of the most en-
joyable pleasures to evolve from the pre-
sent state of rock.

Drawn back to the stage by a resound-
ing encore, Genesis had the tough de-
cision of what to do next. And in
selecting “Musical Box as the one last
shot, they indeed picked a local favorite.
As Gabriel transforms from a youth to an
old and wart-covered man, the audience
was thrilled at such intelligent usage of
rock dramatics.
