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Disco — Out Of Control?

The current “disco scene” has been with us for about a year now in any substantial

form. Primarily a phenomenon of the eastern urban centers (mainly New York), the

increase in number of dance clubs using recorded music has been accompanied by the

development of a very specific style of music which has been deemed appropriate to

these establ ishments.

Despite the limited nature of the disco market on a national scale, the phrase “it's

really big in discos” has come to take on near-magical connotations. In recent weeks
we have heard increasing grumblings from various individuals who feel that the

industry may have created a “monster’’ which is in danger of being more injurious than

good for business. It is perhaps time to take a closer look at the nature of the disco

scene and critically examine its beneficial/detrimental effects on the music industry.

Discos, as they exist now, are for the most part extremely limited in the kind of music

they are playing. Primarily r&b derived, the music is based around a very specific “disco

beat.” At this point, disco music has become formulaic— perhaps to an absurd extent.

We ask, do people only dance to the disco beat, or do they dance to it because it is the

only thing that disco djs are playing?

It was a noble attempt to capital ize on another avenue of exposure for new product,

but the intent seems to have backfired as more music becomes tailor-made for discos.

Is it healthy for an industry to build a phenomenon which will turn around and demand
to be fed only a very narrow sort of music? When large amounts of time and money are

spent to get records played in discos (re-mixing and in some cases, re-recording for

such play), the ultimate value of this must be examined closely.

It is questionable if discos actually break records. Due to their musical limitations,

which have resulted in a near-muzak quality to the overall sound, it is hard to be sure

that the dancers themselves know what they are dancing to, unless they have heard it

on the radio. And radio is still the medium that breaks records.

We must note that discos are not inherently restrictive; but the current emphasis on

such limited styles of music which disco operators seem to restrict themselves to is not

healthy at all. There is also the growing danger that overall musical progressiveness

will suffer if being “really big in discos” is used as a calibre for which to judge music.

The overwhelming success of those few places that are “progressive” in their approach

to music (see the article on page 8) indicates that discos need not be musically

restrictive. The musical sensibilites of the populace in general are not as narrow as the

disco scene would suggest.

If the majority of discos continue to program music as they are today, it is unlikely

they will be more than a passing fad. As it stands today, disco music is developing to a

state that encourages monotony of sound— a situation that could lead to rapid loss of

interest on the part of the public. As for the record companies, they need to keep the

discos in perspective as one avenue of exposure for their music, but should be careful

not to overdo it to the point that it interferes with the task of recording good music of all

styles— a much sounder investment in the long run.

What is the secret of Stone’s success?
"Necessity was the mother of our suc-

cess,” says Stone. "I had been in the

business for decades as a distributor

(Tone Dist. in Hialeah) and every year I

had a hit single or two on my labels,

mainly on Alston. And in my capacity as a

distributor I had many close contacts

with label execs of the lines i distributed.

I always had a love for soul product and
frequently found myself calling manufac-
turers and telling them about some of

their new soul releases that I thought
could develop into national hits. Through
all of these years I played a role in break-

ing these records in my market, and I

found myself starting a number of na-

tional hits for many key record com-
panies. I often thought of doing it for

myself on a large scale basis, but I had
my very successful distributorship and
never felt the need to go all the way in

this direction.

"Then one day the 'necessity' factor

set in. That was the day when I received

notice from the Warner Bros. Atlantic

and Elektra people that those three ma-
jor lines were going to be pulled from my
distributorship and would be turned over
to a WEA branch. That almost knocked
me out of business. I tried to retrench . . .

looked for some new lines I might han-

dle. and fortunately rebuilt my distrib-

utorship after many hairy days of nearly

continued on pg.

Sales & Promo Awards Given

Henry & The Family Stone:
The Mfr. Success Story Of 75
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Broadcasters Anti Performance Royalties
Arguments ‘Hollow, Deceptive’ — Gortikov
NEW YORK — Stanley Gortikov, presi-

dent of the Recording Industry Associa-

tion of America (RIAA) spoke before a

congressional committee last week in

support of legislation proposed to grant

rights and royalties to musicians, singers

and record companies for broadcasting.

He also attacked broadcasters who
thought they should pay no performance

royalty because airplay helps to sell

records. Gortikov called their argument
“hollow and deceptive.”

Gortikov stated: “Radio stations do not

use records for their programming to do
record companies a favor. They use re-

cords because that is the best way, in

their judgment, to build audiences.

Records are the mainstay of most radio

programming. More than 75 percent of

radio program time is devoted to

records.

"In fact though,” continued Gortikov,

"most records get zero sales benefit

from airplay. The vast majority never get

airplay at all and a top 40 radio station

usually adds only five or six new songs a

week to its playlist — out of more than

900 new recorded tunes released
weekly.

“More than 75 percent of all records

released fail to recover their costs. Only
about six percent make any real profits

and they must carry the load for all the

rest.”

Gortikov told the committee that 56
percent of records played over radio are

disks whose meaningful sales life was
over.

He claimed that the oldies program-
ming cuts exposure possibilities for new
records and "does little or nothing to

generate more record sales.”

Although record companies want
airplay they are not out for a free ride,

said Gortikov. "Record companies are

among the major purchasers of com-
mercial advertising over radio and
television.”

In 1972 record companies paid out

$32 million for advertising, stated

Gortikov. In 1974 nearly $65 million was
spent by the record business for

television advertising.

Commented Gortikov: "By way of con-

trast the estimated yield to recording

companies from performance royalties

would be about $5 million, even less in

early stages.”

Gortikov stated that broadcasters paid

for “virtually every other form of pro-

gramming they employ except for

record.

Gortikov also pointed out that a record

company was not merely a manufacturer
— “this is a mistaken notion,” he told the

committee. “The record company plays

an essential, highly creative role in the

development of a record.
”

Gortikov also stated that the fee
schedule established in the legislation

was “quite modest.”
Stations with advertising revenue

below $25,000 a year would pay nothing.

Stations between $25,000 and $100,000
will pay $250 a year — 75 cents a day.

Stations up to $200,000 would pay $250
a year, $2 a day and stations over the

$200,000 figure would pay a maximum
of one percent of their annual net in-

come from advertisers or some lesser

percentage based on use of records.

Gortikov stated that 62 percent of

America’s radio stations would pay either

nothing or merely token fees under this

arrangement. Some 38 percent would
pay the full performance fee of up to one
percent.

He commented: “This one percent is a

small sum indeed compared to the 3.7

percent that radio stations voluntarily

agree to pay publishers and composers
through ASCAP, BMI and SESAC."
Gortikov also added that some of the

RIAA membership had suggested creat-

ing a special Recording Industry Music

Cultural Fund to foster serious music

projects throughout the U.S.

“This fund might be financed by the

contribution of five percent of the perfor-

mance royalties received by participat-

ing record companies if this legislation is

enacted," he said.

Long Island Looks
For New Identity
NEW YORK — “Long Island is a separate

music market apart from Manhattan and
the rest of New York City and should be
treated as such,” is the sentiment of

some of Long Island's key industry mem-
bers who have banded together to try to

get their message across to the rest of

the country.

At a meeting held last week at My
Father's Place in Roslyn, Long Island, it

was decided that an organization, the

Long Island Music Association (LIMA) be
formed to look after the interests of its

members and establish the Long Island

music scene as a market separate and
apart from NYC.
Among those taking part at the meet-

ing were several representatives from

the area's radio stations, members of the

press, concert promoters, discotheque

owners, and booking agents who deal

primarily with talent in L.l.

“Now that we’ve set up a permanent
organization, the next step is to promote
L.l. as the major music market it is.” said

Richard Branciforte, the publisher of

Good Times magazine, who helped to or-

ganize the meeting with Michael Ep-

stein, the owner of My Father’s Place.

"Long Island has separate media out-

lets, and different concert promoters,

and it should be treated in a separate

way,” said Branciforte.

heavy beat, the sound is largely repeti-

tious and often nondescript.

Almost as a direct contradiction to the

sound geared toward discos, the kind of

music you can expect to hear at Maximus
is intentionally diverse and covers a

broad spectrum of tastes and blends

through the course of a week. Mondays
are reserved for danceable heavy rock,

Tuesday is folk night, funky music, is

played on Wednesdays and oldies are

played on Sunday. On Thursday, Friday,

and Saturday nights, a little of everything

is played during the evening— usually in

segments designed to keep a flowing

momentum.
Tim Guelick, one of Maximus’ co-

owners states unequivocally that the

music is the draw and the reason the dis-

co has been able to operate successfully

for over five years. “There really is no
alternative for anyone who likes music

and gets turned on enough by it to want

to dance. The only other thing, maybe, is

to go see a live band, but that’s not the

same thing. What else is there?” he asks.

A typical Friday night Maximus crowd
covers the dance floor and spills over to

the bar area by midnight. They are kept

on their feet with a hard hitting series of

rock songs: Pilot’s “Just A Smile,”

followed by the Beatles’ “Eight Days A
Week,” The Hollies’ “On A Carousel,”

Johnny Rivers’ “Help Me Rhonda,” Peter

Frampton’s “Show Me The Way,” dis-

solving into a song by Led Zeppelin to

Les Variations, an import single by
Sweet, The Move’s “Do Ya,” and Linda

Lewis’ “It’s In His Kiss” providing the im-

petus for the disco dancers to work up a

sweat.

It’s not a conventional disco reper-

toire, but proves to be effective
nonetheless.

showed increases in both revenues and
pre-tax income.

Lefty Frizzell

Dies Of Stroke
LOS ANGELES — ABC Records country

music artist Lefty Frizzell, 47, died of a

stroke at his home in Nashville Sat., July

19. Services were held Tuesday at Cole
and Garrett Funeral Home in nearby
Goodlestville.

The break that brought Lefty into

country prominence came when he was
working with his own band in Texas. The
job led him to his first record for Jim
Beck, who took it to Don Law, Columbia's

country expert, who in turn signed
Frizzell.

Frizzell is remembered for such hits as

“If You've Got The Money, Honey (I’ve

Got The Time)" and “I Love You A
Thousand Ways."

In 1952, Lefty joined the Grand Ole
Opry in Nashville. He then moved to

California, where he appeared on "Town
Hall Party" in Compton for five years and
the “Country America" TV show in

Hollywood for a year.

In 1962, Lefty migrated back to

Nashville and eventually began record-

ing for ABC/Dot. Surviving Lefty are his

widow, three sons and a daughter.

the company. He also stated that CBS

We
did very well with our Timmy Thomas
single on Glades. Latimore was a stock

boy in my distributorship before he want-

ed to take a shot at recording. And now
he's a soul star in his own right. KC of KC
and the Sunshine Band (who got his

moniker because his last name is really

Casey) and is one of the hottest

properties on our label with his Get

Down Tonight' single and his smash new
album, was a stockroom boy and switch-

board operator in my distributorship for

five years before he decided to take a

shot at recording. The atmosphere in our

studio was and is there to bring out the

talent of people we have contact with.

His rhythm sec-

tion (Chester Thompson, drums; Al

Johnson, bass) was above par and Duke
himself turned in some fine vocals and
scat singing.

Gary Stewart

PALOMINO, L.A. — Brandishing one of

the evening’s many bottles of Coors
("We don’t get no Coors in Florida. .

.”),

Gary Stewart let us know inside of 8 bars

that he is on his way to the top. His

energy is boundless, and he is a hell of a

picker. His slightly high-pitched vocals

prove once again that soul knows no
limitations of color; anyone from the

south will tell you that soul is as in-

digenous to that region as moss is to

southern oak.

(Mother)’’ to the delight of North
Hollywood's transplanted redneck
bunch.

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Black Sabbath: Exploring
Radiation Mind Decay
"I would rather see people go to a hall, see us perform and get their aggression out

that way than have them go out in the parking lot and kick the shit out of somebody."

Ozzy Osbourne’s less than laidback comment would seem to strengthen the at

large opini of the monolithic metal monster called Black Sabbath. Cheap wine and
reds music. Music to tar roads by. But above all sheetmetal rock and roll that drones
with tales of the grave and of snowblind friends.

"Sure there's a lot of negativeness in our songs” continued Ozzy "but people ob-
viously get off on that kind of thing or we wouldn't be doing as well as we are. It's not

only negativeness. There’s a sense of honesty and reality in our music. You can't fill

people's heads with bullshit all the time."

Tony lommi (whose thick slab of sound riffing is the backbone of “Sabbath Bloody
Sabbath,” “Sweet Leaf” and “Paranoid”) echoed Ozzy s stance by stating that the

evolution of the music has gone hand in hand with the maturing of the band.

"In the beginning our heads were into that type of weird negative trip but now
we've passed through that stage. The fact that people are still listening to and getting

off on "Paranoid" and “Masters Of Reality” only proves that a lot of people are still into

that stage of the music that, for the most part, we've already gone through.”

A trademark of any Black Sabbath concert is the audience. There's a kind of rock
and roll hostility in a Sabbath crowd that you just don’t find at your average rock con-
cert. The vibes are more hostile, the tendencies that much more aggressive. And woe
be the fortunes of a warmup act (as witness the firecrackering of Gentle Giant at a

Sabbath gig of years gone by) that attempts to keep the crowd from the music it

craves.

Ozzy equated the audience reaction and the playing off of vibes between audience
and performer as something good even in a seemingly hostile sense.

"There's an equal amount of good and hostility in everybody. I would much rather

go to a show and get that hostility out of me than to beat the hell out of somebody. I

think getting rid of your hostile tendencies in that way is a good thing."

"I think all bands are conscious of the effect they have on an audience. At the
California Jam the vibes I was getting from the audience was devastating and the
force that we were giving them was equally strong. I know for the band the impact was
very physical. I can just imagine what it was doing to the crowd."

Bill Ward, who with Geezer Butler forms the concrete ground from which Sabbath
plys their atomic powered musical trade, described much of the band's efforts as pro-

test songs, albeit extreme, and cited “War Pigs” as an example of how a song takes on
different stature over a given period of time.

"When we first toured the states the song "War Pigs” was banned in some parts of

the country because of the obvious anti-war sentiment of the lyrics. But over the

years people have grown up with the reality of a war situation so. consequently, the

impact of the song now is not nearly as heavy as it was at that time.
"

A very apparent entity in the performing presence of Black Sabbath has always

been the underlying tone of fear. According to Tony this fear consciousness goes
beyond the oft times downer apparitions conjured up by the music.

"I liken it to going to see a horror movie. You know the picture is going to frighten

you but you go and see it anyway. It's this same idea that goes through the minds of

our audience. People come to ourshows and hear things like “Children Of The Grave”

and get a positive kick from the fear element in the music. There's a kind of tension

present in the concept of the music that works both to the band's advantage as well as

to the advantage of the audience.
”

As the interview progressed the question of the basic themes of rock and roll music

was brought up and with that an interesting point. When was the last time you heard a

Black Sabbath love song? Granted, the course of the “Sabbath Bloody Sabbath”

album was a bit on the mellow side but the likes of “Killing Yourself To Live” is hardly

conducive to a romantic ode to unrequited love. Hey Ozzy! Is there no sentiment in

your bones?

"It all goes along with the idea of the band being as honest and straightforward as

possible with its music. The boy meets girl type of thing has been a cliche topic for

rock songs since the fifties and has pretty much stayed that way up to the present.

We've had a couple of songs that could easily be thought of as carrying connotations

of love but it doesn't normally turn out that way. The very nature of our music is hardly

appropriate for doing a love song.

"

The derivative nature of rock and roll music as a whole has always been a sore point

with many a critic with the tag "but it all sounds the same" hanging heavily over Sab-
bath's head. Tony dismissed the concept of rock and roll stagnation as an im-

possibility.

"It's the interpretation of the music by each individual musician that makes the

music different. Sure there are only so many chords in rock music but there are

countless musical personalities and imaginations and that's where the creativity

comes in.

"

The interview concluded, the members of Black Sabbath adjourned to a little used
rehearsal hall at the even lesser used Columbia Studios backlot for a bit of a blow.

And from the opening riff the familiar aura prevailed.

Soundstage four became the fiery furnance.

Gene McDaniels: A Real Ladies Man

Gene McDaniels is one of the busiest producers in town these days. Gene currently
has an LP on the charts. Melba Moore’s “Peach Melba,” and a single with Merry
Clayton’s, "Keep Your Eye On The Sparrow.” Gene has completed work on the new
Gladys Knight and the Pips LP, is working with Vicki Carr on an album and later this

summer will again work with Roberta Flack.

When I asked Gene about his thing for producing lovely female artists he wasn’t
quite sure how it happened but said, “it's funny I dig ladies. It all began when I was
younger. Even though I didn’t know much about them and really wasn't lucky with
them back in the good old days of my youth. I always dug them! I did however spend a

lot of years learning about them, just like I spent a lot of years learning about my
music. So it just happened that ladies and music work well together for me."
Even though Gene is very together and laid back he says. “I'm a very serious

person because life is tenuous. We’re living in the age of hydrogen bombs, political

unrest, revolutions, spiraling world inflation and sometimes it scares me. There is no
such thing today as real safety. It's a little late not to be serious. We are creatures of

habit and I am serious.”

When I asked Gene if he is cynical about life, he said, "the word cynical has been
maligned. Instead cynical should be given a place of reverance in our vocabulary. To
be cynical is to recognize what is wrong with society. Basically that's why people call

me serious or cynical because I see life being serious. I am serious because I would
like to see things better for the people of the world."

Gene added, “not every song I write is serious and the reason for this is that I'm part

Scottish. African and Cherokee. I have different tastes in things and at different times.

Things constantly change. For example when I did "A Hundred Pounds of Clay.' which
I didn't write. I sang it under duress. In order to have another big hit maybe I need to

be under duress." he laughed.

When I asked Gene how he goes about writing his compositions he said,

"sometimes I write the music and then the lyrics or sometimes vice versa, and at other
times it comes all together. This was the case with "Feel Like Makin' Love.” I was sit-

ting on my bed on 94th Street in New York. Every morning I used to get up and run in

the park. So in the five years I spent in New York I watched a lot of seasonal change.
So after my jog I was sitting on my bed fooling around with my guitar and began sing-

ing and the song just came out. The same thing happened with another tune I wrote
entitled “Reverand Lee.”

Gene has been a singer, a performer, writer and is now a producer, which he enjoys
the most. "Production for me is the most important and creative thing I do. That's

where all the decisions are made. The producer is more creative than the artist,

because the artist is in the hands of the producer, the arranger, the musicians, every-
body. Becoming a producer gave me power over my career. And being half a
Capricorn, why not?" he laughed. "I realized I had the power to help other artists who
were not getting the full potential of the musicality. And since I am dedicated to

creative music I figured there were some artists out there that could use me. So I set
it up so I could helpthem."
Before Gene goes into the studio with an artist he listens to everything they have

done previously to get a key into their space and energy, to know what they are really

all about. Gene said the classic example is in the work he did with Melba Moore on
her latest LP on Buddah. "Peach Melba." and her hit single “I Am His Lady." When I

first met Melba Moore she needed someone to get her out of her cut image. Melba is

a mature woman, she's not a kid anymore who is trying to show everybody where it's

at. She's a woman. So I went to her with the truth and not a projection. The company
at first disagree with what I wanted to do but later they came back and told me that I

had made the right decision. I felt very good about this. Later on I did Gladys Knight.

What I wanted to do was to get her out of her old Motown sound. So we set out to do
something commercial but did the arrangement a little differently so not to have a

strict formula especially geared for sales. When I do Vicki Carr we re going to do some
Latin stuff, but its going to be a bit rougher ” Gene was also very excited about his

latest effort with Merry Clayton for Lou Alder's Ode Records. "The Merry Clayton" LP
is a powerful piece. It is relentless. I am personally very pleased with this production
especially on the single. "Keep Your Eye On The Sparrow." which really shows off

how really well Merry Clayton can sing.
"

Gene feels the real key to much of his success is in the fact that he has learned how
to relax more. "I'm not nearly as critical about things as when I was younger. When I

was younger I was set in my ways. I now see other people's needs and points of view.

I can understand the urgency in their dire pursuits. I got into mediation, astrology and
a whole lot of other things. I got broadened to exposure to universal concepts. The
problems in the world revolve around people's inability to understand broad concepts
of life and also the fact that somebody else has just as much right to their opinions as
they do Their opinions are just as valid. Lack of a broadened universal concept stops
people from communicating. Communication and understanding is the name of the
game. But by the time we find this out we re ready for the old folks home. You can on-
ly pick up so much space at a time. I can only be here. I cannot be here and over
there. It's taken me a long time to learn this. I am 40 now. but I am enjoying it im-

mensely and feel it is my best year ever. I don’t feel I've accomplished that much. It's

weird, now I feel I can learn, and that's hard, but now I know I have my energy going in

the right direction and I can learn without being negative
"

copyright law revision which is currently

in commitfee in the House of Represen-
tatives, Washington, D C, The copyright

law has not been revised since it became
law in 1909. The meeting was arranged

through NSA's executive director, and
was held at the NSA offices on Sixteenth

Avenue South.
Ervin Drake, prominent songwriter and

composer of the great song "I Believe,”

among many others, and president of

AGAC represented the organization
along with Lew Bachman, AGAC ex-

ecutive director.

Representing NSA was Ron Peterson.

Sharon Rucker, John Denny, Kenny
O'Dell, Don Wayne, Glenn Martin, Ray
Pennington and Maggie Cavender.
Drake and Bachman explained in de-

tail what AGAC is doing through its 3000
strong membership of songwriters
toward an amendment revision which
will be most responsive to the basic re-

quirements of the songwriter.

A lengthy rap session followed and all

present agreed in principle that, both or-

ganizations being songwriter groups, a

combined effort should begin whereby
all congressmen should have complete
information concerning the need of the

songwriter for a forceful revision of the

copyright law. Toward this end, Ron
Peterson, vice president of NSA, ap-

pointed those present for the meeting
and Bob Best of Washington, D C. as the

copyright committee to work in conjunc-
tion with like committees of AGAC in

New York and California. Coordination of

this effort will be made through the

Nashville NSA office.

Johnny grew up in Sabinal, Texas, a

town with a population of 1,800 people
about 90 miles from the Mexico border.

He is the second youngest of a family of

eight but was the only member to show a

lasting interest in music. His Mexican
background means a lot to Johnny, and
his albums contain tunes sung both in

Spanish and English.

And Johnny isn’t different from any
other person. At least he’s the same as

any other person who goes around re-

cording number one singles and albums
after a little more than one year in the

business. Which means that musically,

he's like no one else.

Tokyo Survey Indicates Depressed
Summer Sales Conditions in Japan
TOKYO — According to a survey con-

ducted by the Tokyo office of Cash Box,

retail sales during this year’s summer
season have not increased at a rate pro-

jected by many Japanese record in-

dustry leaders several months ago. The
sales increase rate is currently hovering

at 10% in the Tokyo retail district,

although some retail outlets report sales

equal to last summer's figures.

The low sales increase rate has been
attributed to the general depression of

the Japanese economy and the tight

money policies instituted by the Nippon
government. Reportedly, even Amer-
ican hit product has lost the activity it en-

joyed last year, leading many Tokyo re-

tailers to spectulate against the prospect
of an upturn during August. Artists sell-9

ing well in Japan at the present time are

Yoosuyi Inouye, Kaze, Thg Carpenters,

and Olivia Newton-John.
Markets other than Tokyo which were

surveyed include retail shops in Sap-
poro, Sendayi, Yokohama, Nagoya,
Osaka and Fukuoka, which reflected

much the same depressed picture as in

Tokyo. Retailers are expected to join

forces and meet to determine methods
of injecting new life into the record con-

sumer picture in Japan.
