A Business For The Pros

Suddenly this summer there has been a groundswell of change
within the music industry. It is perhaps best typified in recent
weeks by the emergence of Hugo and Luigi as owners of Avco
Records, taking it from the hands of a large corporation, and Art
Kass getting complete control through his Media Corp., of the
Buddah Group, again from a larger conglomerate with corporate
fingers in several pieces of a large pie. Similarly, Jay Lasker’s
success at the helm of Ariola America (an independent backed
by one of Europe’s largest corporations) points to the direction
the industry is heading in.

On another but just as potent level is the number of recent
major top flight executive shifts and changes that have been
made, adjustments in the very bedrock of record companies. The
record business is not perhaps best known for stability of

employment, it is very much a moveable feast, but recent months
have seen dramatic changes at the highest levels.

Some people no longer regard the record industry as a glamor
industry, perhaps an easy portfolio piece for the idle speculator
to indulge in.

This may be true.

It also may be a good thing.

The record industry is a place for professionals, executives,
high and low level, who have a gut feeling for the music, the
artists, the merchandising . . . and the profits to be made. More
importantly to know when to trim the fat, tighten the ship.

It is no industry to be viewed from the sidelines. So perhaps the
moving and shaking going on can be seen in perspective — a
business getting back into the right hands and keeping on
course.

NEW YORK — "Professionally, things

are very good at CBS this year," CBS
Records president Irwin Segelstein not-

ed last week. Speaking before a gather-

ing of the music and performing arts

lodge of B'nai B'rith here, he spoke in-

formally and answered questions cover-

ing a number of topics. Segelstein noted

that “what's most exciting are new artists

and new things, such as Minnie Rip-

erton, Earth, Wind & Fire, Bruce
Springsteen To At the beginning, before

any of the things we do, is the artist, the

music, the product . . .

Speaking no the issue of the economy,
Segelstein reported that “I sense that

things are picking up," and noted that

country music, which has been a

depressed area, is picking up as well.

Although the "good old days of the

record business" are not back, and only

socio-cultural change will create that

situation again, the CBS executive re-

ported that “things aren't bad . . . fac-

tories are working up to capacity and bill-

ing is up." On the singles topic, he said

that they are not selling, except black,

but questioned if price were a factor;

"but new people are being listened to

even if the numbers aren't as high, and I

suspect the numbers will come back."

He reported that CBS recently conduct-

ed a three-city store survey of customers

which inquired about their singles-

buying habits, and he was awaiting the

results.

Segelstein went on to suggest that the

industry needs to redefine its market as

"the 15 to 25 age group is going to get

smaller . . . Those same people are now

The episode, starring Dennis Weaver
as "McCloud” is entitled "Park Avenue
Pirates,” and relates the story of a top re-

cording artist (Benton) who is lured

through coercion and violence out of her
recording contract and into an associa-

tion with a record firm (dubbed “T&M”)
whose financial backing is mafia-con-
trolled. Once her manager is murdered,
and an uncooperative disk jockey is

similarly "bumped off," McCloud flies to

Nashville to learn all he can about what

being an artist manager is all about, all in

hopes of getting closer to the racketeers

and the pirating operation. Through
Barbi’s cooperation, the multi-million

dollar pirate operation is exposed and

destroyed.

Although the “McCloud” production

strays often from a pure approach to the

problems being encountered by govern-

ment officials and record business ex-

ecutives today in dealing with piracy, it

nevertheless represents the first time

the issue has been brought before the

prime-time American TV audience in

such a graphic and prominent fashion.

The story line, unfortunately, is padded
with the shoot-em-up fare that serves the

lowest common denominator in TV
continued on pg.

Capricorn has prepared a three-hour Allman Brothers special that will be syndicat-

ed; at present, negotiations are in progress with at least two syndie distributors. The
special was edited from 75 90-minute reels of interviews with the individual band
members, their ladies, execs from both Atlantic and Capricorn, roadies, and others

who have had direct contact with the Brothers over the last several years. There are

selections of tunes from the band's early days to present, and also included are

descriptions of the origins of the songs. Although the special previously was unan-
nounced, the astral airwaves tell me that there has been a great deal of response from
FM stations to speculative rumors regarding an upcoming Brothers special. More in-

formation will be forthcoming as soon as a syndication deal has been made between
Capricorn president Phil Walden and one of the negotiating firms.

of bluegrass. We used to listen to them at home and decided to try to get them on the
radio. These people never got their propers for writing these things — when rock and
roll came along these people were overshadowed and forgotten by the artists who
used their material. Almost every established country or blues musician owes a great
deal to the originators of those forms of music. Many of the originators are still alive

and are starving. An example of this is Arthur Smith — he wrote “Feuding Banjos”
thirty years ago. After the release of “Dueling Banjos,” which was called “public do-
main," Smith filed suit and won. But most of the artists that were the patriarchs and
matriarchs of blues and country are not so fortunate. “Pacifica’s Ruth Hirschman was
very receptive to the idea, and that’s where the show began.”
"Music In Black And White” is programmed on the four Pacifica stations

(WBAI-New York, KPFA-San Francisco, KPFT-Houston — the station the Minutemen
blew off the air several years ago — and KPFK in L.A.); Nwana at present is working
on doing a visual as well as audio show for the local PBS television station KCET, and
is interested in spreading the show further by possibly acquiring a sponsor. “These
artists are deserving of proper credit for the influence they have had on the course of

American music; people like Robert Johnson, Bill Monroe, Memphis Minnie, Victoria

Spivy, Blind Willie Mattel, among thousands of others. They may be old now, but they
still have the spark.

Lamont Dozier:

Music In His Bones

Lament Dozier is a name synonymous with black music. Holland, Dozier & Holland
were three songwriters who changed the world of black music to help make it the
dynamic force it is today. While at Motown Lamont wrote, co-wrote and produced
such tunes as “Contract Of Love,” “Please Mr. Postman,” "Where Did Our Love Go?,”
“Heat Wave,” “Locking My Heart,” “Come Get These Memories,” “How Sweet It Is,”

“Something About You,” “Bernadette,” "Standing In the Shadow Of Love,” “Without
The One You Love,” "You Can’t Hurry Love,” “Where Did Your Love Go?,” "Come
See About You,” “The Happening,” ”1 Hear A Symphony,” “My World Is Empty
Without You," “Baby, I Need Your Loving,” “Reach Out, I’ll Be There,” “Wake Me
When It’s Over,” “It’sThe Same Old Song," and “Baby, Don’t You Do It."

“In my career so far — I’ve lost track a bit — but I think I’ve written well over 800
songs,” Lamont recalled. "Just recently I wrote twenty songs in three weeks.

"I was fortunate, back in the sixties, to set a few trends. I remember back then,
Holland-Dozier-Holland had five tunes in the top ten, and the Beatles had four. In

those days we really cranked out the tunes, but now I’m more interested in doing
tunes with themes and messages. Yeah, some still deal with love, but now they are
more complex tunes. I have an idea, for example, of an album about love on a.

weekend. This is where a couple would fall in love Friday night and by Sunday night,

the iove affair is over.

“Right now I have a new group I’m very high on, a group of six singers who are all

up-type people. That’s why I game them the name Joy. I plan to have the group doing
good melodic songs and staged along the lines of a Broadway show or cabaret act.

They should be happening in the very near future,” he added.

Lamont is constantly working on new songs and projects. “I’m looking to improve
my music all the time. I seek to find new chords and new expressions of melodies and
feeling. I’m not so much for getting into electronic music, even though black groups
are doing much with synthesizers. I feel electronics has saturated audiences. What I

am seeking to do are beautiful songs, songs with spiritual overtones. Black music is

becoming standard nowadays because of its earthiness. I think it is the best music
because it’s not a plastic type of music; it’s easy for everybody to identify with.”

Lamont has done three LPs for ABC and is currently working on his own stage
show. "I want to dance in my own show but it’s been awhile since I've done that. I

haven't been on stage in ten or fifteen years; I don’t want to go out until I’m sure it

feels good, and I am secure in what I'm doing,” Lamont stated.

He has been writing songs since he was eleven and says they come easily for him.

“I occasionally get in a slump but it only takes three or four weeks to get out of it. I try

to work every day. I bang on the piano all the time, just as I jog every morning,”

Lamont sees the music trend moving away slowly from uptempo disco music to

more melodic melodies and lyrics. “This type of brainwashing music with two and
three chords rises and falls in popularity. However, ! have learned from my years in

the business that you can’t go wrong with good melodies and good lyrics. These are

the foundations’’ he claimed.

Reflecting on his Motown days Lamont said they were fantastic but after a while the

pace was a bit tiring. “We were creative when we were new. Then everybody got on
the bandwagon. The Motown sound wasn't really new. It had a spiritual-gospel back-

ground, to which strings were added. While at Motown I think we sold close to 88
million records. It was incredible but we milked it dry and then I wanted to do my own
thing. Now with my own albums ! have been trying to get people onto my bandwagon
I try to take my tunes into the life experience. For example, "Let Me Start Tonight,"

came out of all the tragic love affairs I hear about. People can relate to this type of

song because it’s a theme close to every one, because in everyone's life there are

those ins and outs of love.

Lamont feels the reason so many writer/producers are singing their own material is

because the writer can best convey his own message. “It’s hard for another person to

interpret your message. I think the feeling is more penetrating when the writer does
it. Also, it adds another outlet to the writer’s career. Many great artists are overlooked
in the music business. However, ! still believe people are looking for good music. I

know many artists out there are paying their dues, and may pay for a while longer.

However, somebody should get on the bandwagon for these people. There is a great

need for more real music people in this business. There is much talent in the music
business but not people talented enough, to recognize it. People are constantly

drowned out by figures and amounts of money.”

When Lamont is not working on tunes he jogs, and plays golf and tennis. “I read

quite a bit, and I am very interested in astrology, current events and metaphysics."

Another area Lamont enjoys is film and TV scoring. “I just completed the title song
for Marty Rackin’s new show, ‘Flo’s Place,' starring Della Reese. I also did the theme
for ‘Nevada Smith,’ alsofor Marty Rackin."

Lamont also wants to get into acting, "because l‘m a real ham,” he laughed. "I’m go-

ing to acting school to loosen up my ham.”

Regarding his singing, Lamont is happy with his LPs and the type of material he's

done, but knows it’s only a matter of time until the public accepts what he is doing.

"I’m not really known as a singer. Everyone knows me as a songwriter and producer,

so this transition has been a bit difficult. But I am confident this will change when I go
out to perform, and people see and hear me. What I want to do is give the public what
I think they want to hear. That’s the satisfaction I get. The satisfaction is that

somebody is into my thing. I crave attention,” Lamont laughed. “I was a very lonely

child," and with that he chuckled again.

Bob Kirkland:

Trying To Make Hits
HOLLYWOOD — Bob Kirkland first start-

ed off in the music business as a singer,

but in recent years has become a pro-
ducer. Currently he is producing all the
r&b product for Frank Slay's Claridge
label. His latest effort is “Grandfather's
Clock," and his brother Bo sang the tune.
“I got into producing records because I

felt I wanted to produce," Bob said. “My
singing career really wasn't going
anywhere but I loved music, so I went in-

to producing to translate my musical
ideas.”

Bob feels that anyone interested in

producing must have a very good un-
derstanding of the basics. "You need to
know about the instruments you’re deal-
ing with," Bob said. “To learn about the
guitar, I bought one and started to play it.

Besides the guitar and bass, there are
musical structures, chords, melodies,
harmonies, vocal arrangements, cadenc-
es, time, rhythm rudiments and many
other aspects to take into consideration.
I am learning with every record I do,
because there is always something else
to pick up on," he said.

One problem Bob sees for all pro-
ducers is they're constantly having to
listen to music, so they can keep up with
the constant changes happening on the
music scene today. “There really aren't

any musical leaders like there were ten
years ago,” he said. "There are many
groups and many sounds that are
popular. It’s just a matter of trying to put
the elements into the proper format —
and then pray to God you have a hit,”

Bob laughed. "The real secret to suc-
cessful r&b producing is keeping up with
what the youth are buying," he said.

"The r&b sound of ten years ago
featured heavy accents on the second
and fourth beats. Drummers would bang
on the second and fourth with a good
syncopated bass line on the first and
third. The smart producers then were
turning out tunes with heavy accents on
the second and fourth.”

Today, things are not that much dif-

ferent, Bob noted. "Groups like Harold
Melvin and the Bluenotes and the Isleys

are still accenting the second and fourth.

Randy Sterling of KGBC down in Galveston, Texas got into radio rather late in life Not
that Randy is an old man but he was already a teacher of physical science at Ball High
School before entering the radio business.

“I was sitting home watching television one day when I saw this advertisement on
the tube regarding a radio school. I always was into music and I thought what the

heck, I think I’ll give it a go." Randy said.

Well that was over five years ago and Randy is glad he made the plunge into radio

because he really enjoys doing his show every night five nights from 6 p.m. to mid-

nite. So with teaching school every day and with the radio gig at night Randy is one
busy guy. “I really never get tired of doing both jobs. My family understands and
cooperates with me. I know I’m not home much during the week, but I spend time with

them in the morning and on the weekends we really have a ball and participate in a

great many activities."

Randy is also the musical director for KGBC and he feels that the kids in school re-

ally help him in his selection of new product. Randy said, "The kids at school really

know what is happening music-wise.

It has helped

me better understand my students and comprehend more of what they are really

thinking about. Through the music trip I can establish a better rapport because we im-

mediately share a common interest, a love for music,” Randy said.

Randy is also involved with concert promotion in the Galveston area and recently

he and the station presented Barbara Mason and the Futures and Chocolate Milk. "We

keep the ticket prices down as low as possible because like Eddie Harris says, "ever-

ything is so damn high ;” Randy said. "What we try to do is give the people of

Galveston a good entertainment value for their dollar. My philosophy is top quality

entertainment at a fair price.”

With all these activities and interests Randy isn’t sure where the future will lead. "I

love the area I work and live in but whatever I do I know it will be down here because

I’ma home folks kinda guy.

Sam Magee, Grand Ole Opry veteran, was recently killed in a tractor

accident . Hank Williams, Jr. is holding his own after the serious fall from the top of

the Continental Divide in Montana while "hunting goats" . . . Alabama will honor their

native superstar Charlie Rich with a day of his own on October 1 1 as Governor George
Wallace will proclaim “Charlie Rich Day” during halftime of the 'Bama-University of

Washington football game in Tuscaloosa. Rich will return the honor that night with a

concert performance on the Alabama campus. The entertainer's new single, from his

"Everytime You Touch Me (I Get High)” LP, is titled “All Over Me” . . . Barbi Benton,

one of country music's most vivacious performers and recording artists, will star in a

13-day engagement, from September 9 through 21, at the Eastern State Expo in West
Springfield, Mass. Barbi, a favorite of millions as a regular on the popular “Hee Haw”
TV series, and one of the most famous and popular personalities to appear in Playboy

Magazine, is now in the midst of an extensive concert tour of the country. Barbi’s cur-

rent single, “Movie Magazine Stars In Her Eyes,” is currently climbing the charts, and
follows her recent smash “Brass Buckles.” Her debut album, “Barbi Doll” on Playboy

Records, has been consistently a best-seller for nearly a year. Barbi has recently

been in the recording studio with Playboy artist Mickey Gilley, and selections from

these sessions will be released shortly . . . Vikki Carr is in Nashville recording an

album under the production talents of Ron Bledsoe, vice president of CBS Records in

Nashville. This is Ms. Carr’s first return to Music City since 1968. The album concept
was prompted by her surprise performance on the "Nashville Luncheon Show” at the

CBS Records convention in Toronto . . .

Dance Kings,” for which Jerry penned the closing song, “Friends.” Reed has also writ-

ten the three original songs to be used in "Gator” . . . Johnny and June Carter Cash,
along with Mama Maybelle, Anita, and the entire Cash entourage, opened at Sahara
Theatre to a packed house on Monday, August 25th . . . Hank Williams, Jr. improved
much faster than was expected, was released from the hospital in Missoula, Montana
Tuesday the 26th and is now recuperating at the home of his partner in the mountain-
climbing expedition at Finley Point in Poison, Montana . . . John Brand, bus driver for

the Jim Ed Brown show for two-and-a-half years, fell from a ladder while he was
replacing a light bulb on top of the big GMC rig and fractured his h.ip in four places.

Jim Ed narrowly escaped serious injury as he was holding the ladder when it sudden-
ly gave away. Brand, a native of California, is now a patient at Baptist Hospital in

Nashville where he will be laid up for 3-6 months. The accident occurred just hours
before the show was to leave on a 3-day road trip so Jim Ed will pilot the big bus to

North Carolina, Indiana and Ohio . . . Columbia Records’ Johnny Cash is celebrating
dual honors as his autobiography, Man In Black, published by Zondervan, has been re-

leased. A “spiritual odyssey,” Cash calls it; “his own story in his own words.” Addi-
tionally, Cash is celebrating his 20th anniversary of recording. On the heels of both,

and his current Columbia single “Look At Them Beans,” Cash is scheduled for a

number of television appearances, and a major European tour, in addition to his solid

bookings in the United States . . . Columbia Records' Willie Nelson, with a string of

thirty-nine consecutive sold out concerts, is currently riding the crest of his most
critically-acclaimed and best selling album “Red Headed Stranger.” Willie has recently
completed the recording of his second Columbia album which is a tribute to Lefty

Frizzell. Additionally, Willie’s headline at “48 Hours In Atoka,” a country and western
spectacular in Oklahoma, was followed by another concert headline when Willie

made a pilot performance at Ebbets Field in Denver. (The review of that show ap-
pears this week on the Talent on Stage page) . . .

Contest Jazz Station Sale

Lifesong Makes Its Debut
With Unreleased Jim Croce Album

NEW YORK — The Citizens Committee

To Save Jazz Radio petitioned the FCC
to attempt to stop the sale of Manhattan

radio station WRVR to the Sonderling

Corp., a move which the committee feels

would change the station's all-jazz pro-

gramming to a predominantly r&b format.

WRVR is now New York's only all jazz

outlet, and it was announced in July that

the owners, the Riverside Church, had

sold it to Sonderling, who already own
WWRL in the city, for $2.3 million.

Attorney for the committee Kristin

Booth Glen charged that the black com-
munity in the city should have been
given an opportunity to purchase the sta-

tion by the church but that the church

had denied the station was for sale, even
when they were negotiating with the

Sonderling Corp.

Egmont Sonderling, chairman of Son-

derling Corp., has stated that he plans to

devote some 40 to 45 percent of WRVR s

time to jazz programming, the rest to r&b,

and the jazz to be broadcast between 7

pm and 5:30 am six days a week. He also

stated that a jazz format had proven to be

"not commercially viable."

Meanwhile Ms. Glen and the commit-

tee blamed the financial situation at the

station not on jazz attracting little ad-

vertising but on station mismanagement.
The committee stated that the

Riverside Church received a license to

operate the station as a “non commercial

fine arts station’’ in 1959 and that the

1970 switch to a commercial operation

was “carried out without FCC approval.”

Heading the committee is David Bailey

who is a musician and executive of the

New York Jazzmobile Inc. He an-

nounced that a series of benefit concerts

He also feels that

black music is the black people’s
strongest communication with the world

today. "Music is their whole life; they

wake up to it, they work to it, and they

play to it. Music is everything to black

people.”

Regarding the charts, Bob says he

watches them very closely to see what

trends are developing. "The differences

between pop and r&b are necessary

because black people have to accept

their black artists. If black people don't

accept their own music, why should
whites accept it?” he asked. “In many in-

stances records fail to make it not be-

cause of the sound, but because of

economics. The music business is like

any other. However, all I know is that r&b

is here to stay; the sales figures indicate

this and the charts most certainly do.

About 50% of the charts are r&b-

oriented tunes."

Bob also got into the various dif-

ferences between the black sounds vary-

ing from area to area in the United

States. "Probably the hottest sound hap-

pening today is the Florida sound. It is

extremely danceable, and dances like

the bump' and ‘hustle’ are the rages

across the country,” he noted. “The
Florida sound is unique in that it places

heavy stress on the music. It does have
singing, but no choruses. The singing is

written and recorded between 1962 and
1971. Included are original Croce
material plus his versions of such tunes
as “Old Man River” and a medley of '50s

hits. One side of the disk is devoted to

Croce “raps” recorded at live
performances, and the package includes
extensive liner notes and a number of

rare photographs

“There is a Los Angeles
sound, dominated by 20th Century
Records. In their music I feel the style of

the voice, rather than the music, is most
important. I think Barry White's success
has been phenomenal not so much
because of his music — which is great —
but in the way he sings his tunes. I feel

the Los Angeles r&b style is geared to

the vocal,” he said.

“The Motown sound doesn’t really use

the full effect of the drum, as most black

music does. Now they are getting more

into electronics and synthesizers. Mo-

town has always used the lead vocal way
out front, a heavy bottom line emphasiz-

ing the bass, and drums hacking out the

beat on the second and fourth,” he said.

“The Memphis sound accents the

second and fourth by using a walking

blues bass line. Willie Mitchell uses a

pseudo-Latin sound for Al Green by

making it work without too much bass,

organ and drum. What gives the Mem-
phis sound its own particular quality is in

its use of the horns. I don’t know how it

happened, but their music specializes in

horns.”

“The sound of Philadelphia is the old

do-wop sound related to chords. They
use major seventh chords, and every-

thing is planned. There are no accidents

in their music. The Philly sound also uses

repetition of the theme more than any

other type of r&b. Also, they use cymbals

more in their mixing, which gives a live

effect to their records."

About his future Bob Kirkland is cer-

tain he's going to be producing, and not

only because he dislikes his electrical

contracting business. “I love music. I'm

still learning my craft, but I feel it’s just a

matter of time until Bob Kirkland and

Claridge Records make their mark in the

world of r&b music."

RVC will manufacture, distribute and

sell records and music-tape throughout

Japan, as well as manufacture and
merchandise promotional goods related

to artists performing in Nippon. The firm

will also take an active role in publishing

and concert promotion of its artists

through subsidiary organizations.

All catalog product and artists current-

ly on the RCA and Victor Musical In-

dustries labels will be transferred to the

new label unconditionally after Sept. 21

.

The establishment of the label was

RCA from Victor Musical Industries.

Japanese Labels
Heat For Winter:
Summer Too Cool
TOKYO — Four of Japan’s major record-

ing industry label forces have outlined

strategies for increased winter season

sales in hopes of improving on the sum-
mer period, which must be categorized

as poor.

Nippon Phonogram has dubbed its

winter sales campaign "The Presentation

of Winter," with first releases already be-

ing played for dealers. A Nippon ex-

ecutive commented on the thrust of the

winter program: “The economic environ-

ment presents great difficulties right

now. However, we stand on the belief

that the demand for record product will

increase as new generations demand
new commodities. From this point of

view, we have finalized the plan.”

Popular and classical music occupy a

central role in the campaign.
Victor Musical Industries, on the other

hand, will release its main commodity,
the “Twin Deluxe 3000 Series” at the
end of the year. The series consists of

two parts, a collection of motion picture

theme music from around the world and
a collection of international mood-music.
The latter release includes many artists,

including Vincent Rodriguez, Prez
Prado, and Gwen Mirror.

Toshiba-EMI will promote "Rock Now
Japan 75" from August through October
15, with country-wide penetration in

mind. Polydor is expected to start an ag-

gressive radio-TV assault, concerning
itself with fresh Enka artists, Enka being

traditional Japanese song form. Finally,

Tokuma Music Industries has concluded
exclusive agreements with three Ameri-

can jazz labels, VeeJay, Xanadu, and
Strata East. According to Tatsumi
