More Gold LPs Likely

In 1975 Says RIAA
NEW YORK — Certifications of gold al-

bums by the Recording Industry Associ-

ation of America (RIAA) during 1975
have been continuing along at the rate of

two to two and a half a week, and if the

present rate continues, reflecting the us-

ual Christmas surge, the total number of

albums certified in 1975 should surpass

last year’s record of 127 gold albums.

Gold certifications of singles, mean-
while, are off considerably, with only 44
certified so far in 1975 Since 1969, no

fewer than 54 singles were certified in

any one year, with 68 the average in the

years 1972, 1973 and 1974
Through Dec 10, 1975, the RIAA had

certified a total of 118 albums as gold,

nine short of the total number certified in

1974 But the Dec 10-31 period, and the

heavy Christmas releases and pur-

chases, usually account for a large num-
ber of certifications (13 in 1974), which
would put 1975s total over 1974s Dec
1975 has been a good month for certifi-

cations; in the first 10 days eleven al-

bums were certified.

The tightening of gold record certifica-

tion criteria by the RIAA has had varied

effects on the number of gold records

certified Single certifications are off by

about one third, in line with the industry's

current experience with singles: prices

up by 20 percent, sales down by 20 per-

cent, and more profit on each unit sold

The RIAA still requires a million unit sale

of a single for gold status certification;

the price (it went from $.99 to $1.29) is

not taken into consideration.

Society Attacks Lawyers
Etc., As Personal Mgrs.
NEW YORK — The Conference of

Personal Managers East has attacked at-

torneys, accountants and record com-
pany personnel who perform the duties

of personal managers in the entertain-

ment field.

The CPME together with its west

coast chapter, represents 110 personal

managers George Scheck, president of

the CPME, plans to go to the American

Bar Association, which he says has by-

laws which make it illegal for an attorney

to function as a personal manager, and to

the Federal Trade Commission
Says Scheck: "Performers do

themselves a disservice by having

anyone other than a recognized personal

manager — that is. one who devotes all

of his time to his craft — representing

them
”

He labeled these people as "op-

portunists” and claims that attorneys, ac-

countants and record company person-

nel have views that are "one
dimensional.” He continues that they

"cannot possibly render competent and

unbiased management" to their clients.

Reached by Cash Box, Scheck
elaborated. "An artist should have the

best manager, the best attorney, the best

accountant, business manager, etc.

Performers are being taken,” he claims,

by lawyers who decide to manage an

artist while continuing to practice law.

He says that artists deserve full time

managers, that many managers have

been usurped by attorneys who were

hired by the managers themselves." He
says that the practice of using people
new to management to guide careers is

"shortchanging the artist.”

Reactions of attorneys who function in

managerial capacities was varied.

"We are unique in the sense that we

tion,” Stuart told us. "In addition to

coordinating our regional promotion de-

partments, we operate our own in-house

studio on a profit basis both for Curtom
and Gemigo artists, but as of recently, for

j

other artists seeking studio facilities as

well. Because of the heavy demand in

the Chicago area for studio time,” Stuart

told us. "we decided earlier this year that

we should open our doors to outside

artists. Already this year, Natalie Cole,

Gladys Knight, the Doobie Brothers and
Hugh Masekela have made use of the

studios. And of course, the Staples work
and "Let’s Do It Again" soundtrack were
done here, " Stuart said.

Generally product gets more exposure
in racked outlets where there is a lot of

foot traffic. It is the marginal record

which will get hurt if the economy sours
— a hit will always be a top seller, people
will just have to dig a little deeper."

Stuart is careful and selective about

the number of releases he puts into the

market on the Curtom and Gemigo
labels. With his administrative vice-

president Clarice Polock, co-president

Curtis Mayfield handling creative affairs

for the label, and Charles Stephens and
Marlyn Atlas coordinating promotion
from Chicago, Stuart places importance
on the thorough exposure of his product

to all regions. Curtom maintains a staff of

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Neil Diamond World Tour
Plans Set For 76-77
1st Australian, Japanese Dates For Singer
HOLLYWOOD — Plans have been an-

nounced for Neil Diamond to resume
live performances after over three years

of hibernation from that aspect of the

business. The Diamond itinerary will run

world-wide during 1976 and into 1977
and include New Zealand and Australia,

where all-time box-office records have
been set. even though these will be
Diamond's first appearances in those
countries.

Australian promoter Pat Condon is in

Los Angeles to finalize details for the

tour. Condon is partnered in Australia

with television's David Frost and Lon-

don-based concert promoter Robert
Paterson; Diamond will be presented un-

der the Condon-Frost-Paterson banner.

(The latter two s London-based firm is

Paradine Paterson Ltd., of which Condon
is the managing director).

With $1 million (Australian) already

racked-up via mail orders (first) and then

over-the-counter ticket sales even
before three added concerts were set in

Australia, and with several more con-

certs contemplated. Condon feels the

Diamond tour will “far and away be the

most financially successful concert at-

traction in Australian history— bar none
We contemplate at least $1.5 million

(Australian) in box-office receipts —
absolutely unheard of in a country of 13

million people." Ticket prices range from

$7 to $15 in Australia and a flat $6 in

New Zealand.

On The Road
For 76 Tours

HOLLYWOOD — In a surprise move,

Carole King is set to return to the stage

after an absence of nearly three years.

The composer/performer will take to the

Projections for the tours include por-

tions of Canada as well as the U S No
foreign dates are being contemplated at

this time, although it is rumored that the

artist would like to reappear in Great

Britain sometime in the future and make
her still-awaited live performance debuts

in Australia, New Zealand and Japan.

Some "off-campus" dates in Los

Angeles and San Francisco are under

consideration, though none have been
finalized.

The confirmed portion of the tour

begins at Illinois State University Jan.

23-24, followed by the University of

Michigan, Ann Arbor (26-27); University

at Minnesota. Minneapolis Feb. 1-2;

Iowa State University, Ames (4);

Southern Illinois University at Carbon-

dale (5); and Vanderbilt University (7)

Backing Carole King instrumental^ on

the tour will be Russ Kunkel on drums;

Dan Kootch, guitar; Waddy Wachtel. gui-

tar; Clarence McDonald, fender piano;

Leland Sklar, bass; and Ms Bobye Hall

on percussion.

Diamond, who is now managed by

Sherwin Bash of BNB Associates, holds

the all-time top selling disk in Australian

record history for the LP, "Hot August
Night” which topped 450,000 unit sales.

Diamond's first Columbia album, the

soundtrack of "Jonathan Livingston

Seagull." is the third largest selling LP in

Australian history, topping the 250,000
mark.

Condon claims that when disk jockeys

in various Australian cities leaked the

news that the long-rumored Diamond
tour would happen, “blank checks were
mailed to houses it was assumed he

would play in." Australia has a limited

number of venues available for live

performances; therefore some confusion

ensued.
“We became virtual sell-outs the first

day in cities we're not even appearing in

— like Hobart and Newcastle,” Condon
revealed. "People in Melbourne were
completely off-base in their initial mail

since we were never going to play an in-

door venue there."

Diamond's first commercial dates on
his way to Australia will be at the Com-
munity Center in Sacramento, a 2,500-

seat house Originally, two concerts (on

Jan. 30 and 31) were contemplated and
one ad was taken in the Sacramento Bee
announcing mail order sales. First day's

mail brought in enough envelopes for 10

concerts; a third one was added.

Diamond's premier tour of Japan will

also definitely occur, as well as a tour of

the United States and Canada during the

spring and summer, with the various legs

of the tour broken up by vacation and re-

cording periods. The fall itinerary won’t,

however, be put together until late

spring.

Diamond is currently in the midst of re-

cording his next Columbia LP in col-

laboration with arranger-producer Rob-

bie Robertson.

the relevance of the product/artist to the

producer/director. Relations with man-
agers, promotion efforts, media
response and recruiting bookings by
sending many prospective agents video
cassettes at the same time can also be in-

valuable in terms of time and money
spent that may not be readily available.

Because advertising goes hand in

hand with promotion and public rela-

tions, the use of video cassettes can
combine in-store playback as a selling

Miles Lourie, who is a music business
attorney and also manages Barry
Manilow, said "I see no problem in being
attorney for artist A and manager of artist

B." Lourie noted that he is currently
working with a reduced law client load in

order to concentrate on management,
and that he is no longer Manilow’s at-

torney.

"I happen to agree that for a lawyer to

represent an artist in a managerial-
attorney function and work on a percen-
tage basis is less than professional. The
fact that this is done is a testimony to the
lack of sophistication among people in

this business."

Lourie made the example of a law
client asking him to close a recording
deal. “For simplicity, say it is a $1000 ad-
vance — I see a $100 fee If I can close
the deal in an hour. I'm making $100 an
hour. I’m being paid to do it quickly, it's

like asking a doctor to perform an opera-
tion in half the time,” said Lourie. “A
manager should be free to objectively
look at a deal, and go against it if it is

wrong But this is made difficult if the fee
is riding on closing adeal."
Michael Lipman, who is attorney for

David Bowie, Leo Sayer and Patti Smith,
disagreed with this theory Lipman says
he is an attorney and a "consultant to
artists" but admits that he "crosses over
into management occasionally
He does work on a percentage basis

"from time to time." He recently closed
Ms. Smith s recording deal on a percen-
tage basis and says "In that case, work-
ing on a percentage basis, I got a very
good deal for my client." (Ms. Smith is

also represented by a personal manager,
Jane Friedman.) "I do the best possible
job for my clients, it doesn't make a dif-

ference if I'm working on a percentage or
straight fee basis."

Bowie, who split from his manager
several months ago. according to Lip-

man, currently "has no manager." "I, as
his attorney, serve in many of these
capacities for him, though he is well sup-
ported by people such as accountants
and business managers.”

Nat Weiss, attorney and manager,
feels that lawyers are "very qualified to
be managers. I don't see a problem, as
long as there are no conflicts of interest.

"

He noted that he acts mainly as a busi-
ness manager and that there are people
in his organization who handle personal
management.
Weiss continued: "An attorney has

more to lose by overreaching, by
breaching the law, which many
managers do with impunity. In addition
to facing conviction, attorneys would
lose the right to practice in such a situa-

tion. Attorneys are bound by the code of
ethics of the American Bar Association,
whereas a manager is not. Perhaps
managers should be licensed by the
state as agents are.”

Weiss said instead of attacking at-

torneys, the CPME should "police its

own ranks There are inept managers in

that organization. There are no stan-

dards, anyone who pays the fee can
join."

Lourie concurred, saying "Every bar
owner who has live entertainment gets
involved and calls himself a manager.
There should be a test to be a manager,
as there are for agents. As an attorney in

the music business, "one gets an over-
view of the business, it's the best place
to get the experience to manager, ex-
cept for the experience of being an
agent."

Taken out of the funkier

ambiance of the Troubadour and placed

within the more elegant surroundings of

the Chandler Pavilion, Manilow's songs

took on an even more effective

character. The most interesting moment

harp; Randle Chowning, guitar, mandolin
and harp; John Dillon, guitar; Mike Gran-
da, bass; Larry Lee, drums, acoustic

guitar and synthesizer and friend Bill

Although their performance of “Jackie''

shined with Larry's distinctive falsetto

lead vocal, their abilities and diversity of

material, and use of some unusual moun-
tain instrumentation makes them the ex-

citing live act that they are. Material

performed in their set varied from
“Leatherwood.” "Thin Ice" and "Keep On
Churnin’ ’’ from the new album, to “If You
Wanna Get To Heaven," “Beauty In The
River" and “Chicken Train" from their

first album Also, from their "It'll Shine
When It Shines” LP came great per-

formances of “Walkin' Down The Road"
and "It Couldn’t Be Better

”

The Daredevils, in addition to being
highly personable on stage (as they are

off) blend voices with unusual facility

and effect; their individual competence
on harps, guitars and some rather

strange looking mountain instruments

(one of which, employed by Dillon is a

suspended string on a bow, held to the

mouth and plucked, using the resonance
of the vocal cavity for an incredible

sound) is remarkable. The Daredevils

should be a continual source of satis-

faction for music lovers in 1976. Who
said there’s no culture in Cowtown?!
Opening for the Ozarks was the

venerable team of Brewer and Shipley,

who played an even mix of songs from
their “Tarkio," “Shake Off The Demon,”
and "Welcome To Riddle Bridge"
albums. Mike Brewer and Tom Shipley's

vocal harmonics have a collective purity

that is immediately identifiable, and the

songs themselves are original pieces of

lyric art.

The first part of their Roxy set was
acoustic, and included a Blind Lemon
Jefferson lament titled "Please Keep My
Grave Clean" in addition to B&S
originals like “Shake Off The Demon,”
"Indian Summer” (which ended with a

well-segued chorus or two of the Gibbs'

"To Love Somebody"), and “Welcome
To Riddle Bridge" (written not too long

ago when B&S moved to K.G. from L.A.

and then from K.C. to the Ozark Hills)

from their latest Capitol album.

The shift from acoustic to acoustic/-

electric was accomplished smoothly with

"Tarkio Road” and flowed into "On The
Road To Kansas City" and "Brain
Damage The best tune of the set was
"50 States Of Freedom"; as the band’s

lead guitarist extruded some excellent

sans-flash jazzy quarter-note triplet runs

stretching over a few bridges, the band
vamped behind him with tightly execut-

ed offbeat accentuation that threw a tas-

ty unitized jazz/rock light on the song.

With positive thoughts in mind, I would
suggest that B&S insert a double-time
bridge or two in their version of “All

Along The Watchtower"; as performed at

the Roxy, the song moved as if over-

laden With the exception of the
aforementioned tune, Brewer and
Shipley's set absolutely belied the fact

BOTTOM LINE, NYC — Ramsey Lewis,

one of the most respected creators of

r&b, funk, and jazz, jolted the Bottom
Line with a dose of his electric move
music.

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Z.Z. Top — Exploring What’s Behind That Li’l Ol’ Texas Band
Hints that interesting things were hap-

pening with Z.Z. Top have come
from time to time as attendance and
gross statistics for the Top's concerts
were tabulated and released over the

last two years. Additional hints came with

news of gold and later platinum status for

Z.Z. Top’s first two London albums, and
gold status for the most recent two
albums. Hints further came that concert

audiences were not swayed by press that

lambasted the three-man rock and roll

band from Texas for a redundant lack of

creativity or originality. More hints,

J

specifically Z.Z. Top's sold-out Forum

j

concert in Los Angeles last summer, in-

dicated to me that Z.Z. Top's appeal was

j

not limited to the south central region of

the U S.

At a period when many bands, and

I
many promoters, are now just beginning

!
to feel a looser ticket-buying public on
the way out of a nationwide economic

!

slump that didn't forget to adversely af-

j

feet the concert business, the people
nevertheless have turned out en masse
for Z.Z. Top at nearly every place they

played; their ticket sales belied a lack of

youthful capital earmarked for concerts.

The situation definitely bore some in-

vestigation. Aboard the plane from Albu-

querque (after spending Turkey Day
ensconsed in the mountainous
hermitage of close friends) to Dallas, and
as I re-read the thick press kit compiled
by the band's management and p.r. firm,

a young flight attendant saw the "Fan-

dango'' sticker on the kit and made some
telling comments. "My younger brother

(15) stood in line four hours to get tickets

for Z Z Top's Dallas concert (to which I

was en route), and somebody later of-

fered him $30 apiece for them There
was no way he would part with those
tickets.”

Very telling: her comments answered a

few of the many questions regarding the

nature of the phenomenon. Firstly, the

woman's younger brother represents the

approximate median age of Z.Z Top en-

thusiasts. Secondly, ZZ Top fans are

dedicated enough to wait in lines for

hours for tickets, and thirdly Z.Z Top s

fans are tenaciously loyal; once they
latch on, they don't let go.

The question arises: without benefit of

intensive radio airplay over the last few
years (with the exception of Z.Z Top's
most recent single "Tush": but the band
has been breaking box office records for

the last two years), how has the band
succeeded so well? The answer came
that evening at the Dallas Memorial
auditorium — word of mouth has been a

I major factor in filling up the halls with

young people who buy the records
because until recently they didn't get

enough of Z.Z Top on the radio. The

j

comments of several people in the
Memorial Auditorium audience that I

spoke with over the course of the eve-
ning brought that to light.

Z.Z. Top is a band that plays gut-level

rock and roll in its rawest state for what
could be called a third generation of con-
cert audiences; the audiences that are

drawn in such numbers to 1974 and
1975 and (1976) Z Z. Top concerts
weren't around when Elvis completed
the split of rock and roll from rockabilly,

nor were they old enough to be fully

aware of the many-faceted impact of the

Beatles ten years later. Today's younger
concert audiences, in a time when much
rock and roll has taken on (in large

doses) a superfluous overlay of theatrics,

have been searching for something a lit-

tle more honest, and in doing so have de-

veloped what could be called a reverse

sophistication.

The aforementioned reverse
sophistication relates to the listener's

search beneath layers of extraneous and
often muddled instrumentation in much
of today's rock and roll for a band that

more closely personifies the unpreten-

tious wall-busting sensory input of feeth-

gnashing rock and roll. And there are

rock bands of today who know and admit

that when all of their flash is stripped

away, the music remains the most impor-

tantthing.

The music that Z.Z. Top plays appeals

to the senses rather than to the intellect,

which historically, regardless cf genera-

tion gaps since the fifties, has been one
of the reasons that rock and roll has had

such a long generally healthy life. The
band does not claim it is musically doing

anything totally new; although he writes

most of the band's material, lead guitarist

Billy Gibbons is among the first to

acknowledge his influences, which
range from Hooker and Johnson to Jimi

Hendrix. What is new is the context in

which Z.Z. Top manifests their deeply

rooted influences.

Additionally, by personal experience
with Texas and Texas music ranging

from western swing, country and
western, progressive-minded country-

oriented music to blues, jazz, and rock

and roll, it is overwhelmingly evident

that Texas musicians of all persuasions

are plugged into an effusive and in-

describable energy that seeps from the

earth of the Lone Star state through
every note. At this point, there is no
place like Texas for sheer and un-

adulterated musical energy. The culture,

and with that word, both scientific and
social meanings are analogized, has
been most conducive to freedom of

musical direction by artists playing wide
ranges of styles And Texas audiences
are known for their honest evaluations

(from rotten tomatoes to hero worship) of

an artist and his/her music. In a very real

sense, what we see bubbling at Texas'
far-flung borders indicates a major force

will break out very soon. Z.Z. Top stands
as the first Texas-based rock and roll

band to break out on a large nationwide

scale.

So what is new are the young au-

diences and the way that Z.Z. Top plays

rock and roll. One of the few previous

rock bands to break out of Texas was the

Sir Douglas Quintet back in the mid-

sixties; not many people at that time

knew the Quintet was out of San An-
tonio. but erstwhile manager Huey
Meaux, wanted it that way because
England was the hotbed of musical

forces at that time The leader of that

band, Doug Sahm. said more recently

that a person has got to have a lot of soul

to live in Texas. And again, the word
"soul" relates to the soul of Texas, which
has long been the deepest root of music
emanating from Texas. And at this point,

Z Z Top has been the only band to break
out of Texas with a blend of that basic

Texas soul (call it almost a fiercely na-

tionalistic pride, not meant negatively)

with hard-driving ballsy rock and roll

The difference between the earliest

days of the quintet (Doug has long since

returned to Texas musically/conceptual-
ly) and Z.Z. Top today is that the Top is

quite upfront about their Texas-rooted
lifestyle and music. Actually their na-

tional success has done a great deal to

focus overdue attention on Texas rock
and roll, rather than away from it. And

many people looking for relief from their

rock and roll horse latitudes are starting

to tune into that which has been in their

backyard for years.

An interesting happenstance in Z.Z
Top's five-year history as a unit seems to

be that their performances, and their

albums have taken on a gradual crescen-
do-like increase in their tempo, volume,
and popularity. It is quite possible to

draw a relationship between the band's

evolution from heavy blues/rock to a

greater emphasis on the rock and the

just-as-rapid increase in popularity. And
proportionate to the increase in populari-

ty has been the increase in audience
response as evidenced by the un-

bounded enthusiasm that accrues in inci-

dents like seat-burning in Houston and
torch-lighting in Dallas. The response
brings to mind the riots that regularly

preceded Grand Funk concerts a few
years ago, but Z.Z Top's audiences don't

actually try to kill each other, whereas
with Grand Funk we never really could
tell

To understand what happens at a Z.Z.

Top concert, it helps to have a little back-
ground information on a western
phenomenon known (and loved) as a

"fandango ” Quite simply, a fandango

is a no-holds-barred Texas-style celebra-

tion that traditionally was the climax of a

Lone Star cattle drive; after seeing
nothing female aside from the four- v

I

legged bovine variety, the drovers would
hit town after the livestock was delivered

for a celebration that, for the drovers,

made the whole idea of herding cows
hundreds of miles palatable For the

townspeople, a fandango represented

the days (and nights) on end when it

wasn't safe to walk the streets. As closely

as could possibly be expected in modern
America, a Z.Z Top concert is as
raucous and as festive an event. The
people attend an arena or hall that for all

intents and purposes becomes
everyman's no-man's land.

The concept of a rock and roll no-

man's land relates to a feeling of power a

large audience can have while at a rock
concert; in Z.Z. Top's case, it becomes
everyman's no-mans land precisely

because everyone is there ready to raise

hell, including the band. As opposed to

reds-and-wine audiences that attend

bad-vibe concerts by grating minor-
chord bands like Black Sabbath, the re-

action to Z Z. Top is quite a bit more
positive. At least nobody offers to

sacrifice his/her friend at a Z Z Top gig

In the cases of the series of Texas
dates that Z Z. Top played at the end of

their last tour, "fandango" had a personal

meaning; the Texas dates represented a

homecoming for the band, which for the

last several months has been concentrat-

ing on areas outside of Texas. Drummer
Frank Beard and bassist Dusty Hill are

both from Dallas. Gibbons is from
Houston.
With all of the aforementioned points

in mind, the reasons for Z.Z. Top's sue-
j

cess attain a greater semblance of clari-

ty. When any band continuously breaks

concert attendance and gross records

set by heavyweights like Presley,
Chicago, and the Rolling Stones,
grosses over 10 million dollars this year

alone in the process, and sells more than
three million albums, the organization
bears investigation.

While Z.Z Top has never been what
one could call a critic's band (and for the

purposes of this story my reportage is

aimed at a subsurface investigation of

the phenomenon rather than making re-

lated value judgments), the band, and
most especially Bill Ham. the band's

manager and producer, are extremely
aware of the reasons why Z.Z. is achiev-

ing success. And Ham, who has been the

force behind Z.Z. from the band's
earliest beginnings, has reinvested a

large portion of his company's earnings
in the futures of other artists; in addition

toZ Z Top. Ham is managing the careers

of Point Blank and Jay Boy Adams. The
Tops individual band members, even
though they are making a hell of a lot of

money, are evidently level-headed and

do not spend it as fast as they make it.

They have made some minor invest-

ments, including the purchase of oil

wells in Texas, but do not live exclusively

in the future.

Upcoming plans for the band include a

European tour to begin in late Feb. after

their current post-tour rest and relaxa-

tion. and a new album will probably be
recorded between the European tour

and regional tour sweeps scheduled for

late spring and summer Danny Eaton,

Bill Ham's right hand man, also indicated

a possibility of a short series of Canadian
dates this winter; if not during the winter.

Z Z will do Canada after Europe. As long

as people evidence a need or desire for

raucous rock and roll with Mezcal flavor-

ings. Z Z. Top will continue to do well.

EAST COASTINGS - From Past Experience: They really aren't the good old days to

Noel Redding, former bass player with the Jimi Hendrix Experience, now comfortably

living in Ireland, with a new band and a new RCA album, “Klonakilty Cowboys.”

Redding was in New York last week working on an upcoming tour and promotion of

the LP He reckons that his legal actions over his time with Hendrix (ending in 1970),

should be over next spring, one way or the other. Redding thinks that he deserves

more from that period than he actually got, that the three platinum albums and eight

gold LPs should have brought in more than he actually ended up with — in fact, he

considers he should be a pounds sterling millionaire with his Hendrix trio earnings.

"They were good times then," he admits. “All that rushing around, alcohol and the

young ladies. But now is better. I live in a house in Ireland, and am very settled. Just

Guinness and darts . For the past six months we have been getting the band

together . . With Hendrix, Redding was one of the pioneers of the working-and-

living-in-the-studio school of recording artists. No more. For the new album, Redding

rehearsed the band before, went and booked the studio (Basing Street, owned by

Island Records) and did the whole album in one week straight. “It’s rather boring —
after 36 takes you lose all the feeling. I don't even try if we don't get it down after five

takes.” Redding has not heard the new Hendrix tapes but has no desire, even if

asked, to do any posthumous dubbing. "I was pretty messed up when we split with

Jimi I just want to get the lawsuit settled, get what I think I deserve, and concentrate

on the new band. On my new life.”

WHO’S THE BEST - The Who wound up Part 1 of their projected 3-part U.S. tour at

Philadelphia Spectrum last week. If the music of the Who represents a concern with

aging, the performance of the Who belies no evidence of this in the members of the

band The Who in Philly were as tight, as strong, as powerful as at any time in their 1

1

years plus career. The 1 hr, 40 min. set was economical to just the right degree to

convey the essence of what is, at this point, the greatest rock and roll band. Opening
with ”1 Can’t Explain” and “Substitute” from the days of the birth of the English in-

vasion, the band burned its unbelievably energetic way through a capsule history of

the band (with an avoidance of “Quadrophenia ”). They played 30 minutes of “Tommy”
as it was meant to be, showing the inherent fallacy in all attempts to make it an MOR
work. Throughout, Pete Townshend created the tension that is the basis of The Who
by balancing at a point of being just angry enough to play well without completely los-

ing any sense of order. The best use yet of lasers in a rock setting enhanced the fine

lighting. By the time of the closing “Won't Get Fooled Again,” it was clear that when
the Who are on, no one can touch them.

SENSATIONAL PUNKS — The somewhat fearsome combination pictured above
features Alex Harvey (plus the Harvey band's bagpipers) on stage with The Tubes in

Columbus, Ohio. Almost needless to say, Alex appeared onstage to join with Quay
Lewd on “White Punks On Dope."

One of the most positive patterns of

the past year has been the development
and evolution of album oriented rock as a

force in radio that will further develop in-

to a larger force next year. Top 40 sta-

tions are finally beginning to realize that

the old high-energy format and tight

sirsgles-oriented playlist approach is no

longer viable, and as a result we will hear

more album cuts on top 40 stations. The
individual AOR stations have a greater

sense of solidarity and will continue to

organize their efforts.

Last Wednesday, San Francisco’s

KYA-FM went live with its new AOR
format; Bobby Cole will be doing the pro-

gramming and will be greatly involved in

the station’s overall operations. Cole was
affiliated with &MPX, the first free-form

progressive station in the U S.) and later

with KSAN; he is a Cle© award winner

and has a proven ear for breaking and

establishing new artists. San Francisco

AOR radio will go through some interest-

ing changes this coming year.

Meanwhile, KYA-FM’s sister station

KYA-AM, in conjunction with Coca-Cola

and Capitol Records, held a student peti-

tion contest; the school which turned in

the most signatures was James Logan
High School.

As rock slides into its mid-twenties, it

seems to be heading for a state of limbo.

Almost all of today's superstars have
been around for ten years or more, such
as the Stones, the Who and Bob Dylan.

Most of the rest have been around for

well over five years. These performers
are now playing to a new generation, to

whom they are legendary figures. This is

not to say that many of them are not mak-
ing some of the best music or doing the

best business of their careers. But most
of rock is feeding off of the energy and
the stars of the late sixties and early

seventies. Whatever you may think of it,

it seems that disco and contemporary
mor is more relevant to the time than

rock. There has been an explosion of

jazz-classical-electronic-progressive
rock, but these genres are mostly
established musical forms combined
with rock. It may just be that rock as a

form has become complete, that it is no
longer developing. That, however, does

In the past few years, it has become

quite fashionable for prophets of the arts

to decry the state of pop music and

tediously reiterate the necessity for a

"new Beatles” to give the industry a new
life and excitement. Besides being
cynically unproductive, these sorts of

statements simply fail to recognize (or

their authors don't want to recognize) the

unprecedented diversity of quality music

that is reaching more ears than ever

before.

The sixties were a time when the social

climate was right for mass openness to

single heroes. The lack of this kind of

social milieu now does not mean that

music is in a slump On the contrary, so

many different varieties of musical ex-

pression are gaining exposure that no
one artist or class of artists can entirely

dominate the scene When Led Zeppelin,

Patti Smith, Yes, Return to Forever,

Kraftwerk, The Eagles and Keith Jarrett

can all be making some sort of proverbial

"noise" in one way or another, this

speaks more to the growing sophistica-

tion and selectivity of the music-listening

public than it does to a lack of a single re-

volutionary artist.

In the mid-seventies, it would seem to

be more to the point for those in the in-

dustry to go much further than they have
to date in exploring the nature of today's

audience and the wide variety of musical

forms that may strike a nerve some-
where Rather than looking for the one
new thing, those in the business of pre-

senting music to the populace will prob-

ably find, if they sincerely devote
themselves to the task, that the audience
for music of quality of many forms is

there, if they only make the effort to find

and tap it.

CHICAGO — The first Seeburg coin-

operated phonograph was placed on the

market in 1927. A non-selective unit, this

initial model was the forerunner of the

Seeburg "Audiophone" released only

driven bellows. The firm continued to de-

velop its product line during this era, to

include player-pianos, self contained or-

gans and organ-and-trapdrum combina-
tions featured in moving picture theaters

'Audiophone' 8-selection unit released in

1928

one year later but equipped with an
eight-selection device, utilizing eight in-

dividual turntables mounted on a "fer-

riswheel" mechanism which rotated to

give the customer a choice of selection.

J P Seeburg Corporation, from which
the Seeburg products division of

Chicago ultimately emerged, was
established in 1902 by Justus P
Seeburg, a Swedish mechanical genius
who arrived in the United States in 1887
at the age of sixteen Seeburg, who
became a prominent businessman and
philanthropist, remained active in the af-

fairs of the company until his death in

1958 at the age of 87 It was in 1958 that

the company name was changed to The
Seeburg Corporation
Among the first products produced by

the firm in its formative years was a

piano-action mechanism in 1902,
followed by a coin-operated mechanical
piano in 1907; and three years later, by
the Seeburg "Orchestration," a re-styled

automatic piano which featured violins,

cymbals and other percussive effects,

powered pneumatically with electrically

After World War I,

with the rise in popularity of recorded
music, Seeburg discontinued this facet

of its production to make way for its first

coin-operated phonograph
The period of the thirties saw a

diversification of activities by the firm

with the manufacture of ray gun targets,

washing machine and refrigerator coin

meters, and dispensing mechanisms as
well as a new line of coin-operated
phonographs which incorporated elec-

trical amplification of recorded music
(This line, with continuing improvements
and restylings, was continued into the
year 1948 ) In 1936, Seeburg devised
and manufactured one of the industry's

first vending machines for dispensing
cold drinks in paper cups. Subsequently,
the fall of 1939 brought the introduction

by Seeburg of the industry's first phono-
graph wall box.

For the next three and a half decades
Seeburg continued to accelerate its pro-

duction and marketing activities in the
area of coin-operated phonographs and
related products. The following summary
reflects various products and innova-

The decade of the '40s: Seeburg con-

verted its operation to the development
and production of electronic equipment
for the U S Armed Forces during World

War II and reverted back to normal pro-

duction at war's end. "The Industrial and
Commercial Music System." designed to

supply background music and utilizing

the Select-O-Matic mechanism with

automatic 100-record capability, was in-

troduced in 1948 The Select-O-Matic

mechanism was adapted by company
engineers for use in a new coin-operated

phonograph, the M100A, the first 100-

selection unit, released in December of

that year.

The decade of the '50s: With the in-

troduction of the 45 rpm record Seeburg
produced its second model (M100B) of

the Select-O-Matic phonograph which
played only 45 rpm records. In 1953, the

HF100G high fidelity, utilizing wide-

range, multiple-speaker instrument with

low distortion, made its debut: followed,

two years later, by the first 200-selection

phonograph which featured such innova-

tions as the "Tormat" electronic memory
unit; a dual pricing system allowing

operators to obtain 154 instead of 104 for

playing the new two-tune EP records. In

1958, the firm introduced its 160-

selection phonograph and also that year

presented the first stereophonic instru-

ment with "channel 1” and "channel 2"

remote speakers to play the new stereo

records being released by the record

manufacturers. Seeburg made its entry

into the field of automatic merchandis-
ing, or vending, with an all-electric

cigarette vender (forerunner of a full line

to come), produced in the spring of

1958 Subsequent products in the vend-
ing line included an optional matchsaver,
delivering match books (1959); a hot cof-

fee vender and cold drink vender (1959);

and. in the automatic recorded music
vein, a revolutionary new background
music system called the 1000.

The decade of the ’60s: Highlights of

this decade included Seeburg s produc-
tion of a redesigned cold drink vender
that dispensed crushed ice with each
drink; its acquisition of the Choice Vend
Company of Hartford, Connecticut; the

introduction of automatic-intermixed
play of both 45 and 33Vs records on
phonographs; the famed "Artist of the

Week" program which allowed operators

to feature a different artist each week in

a stereo album record; and the introduc-

tion of a fully integrated line of advanced
modern venders. During this period the
firm launched an extensive program of

expansion and acquisition in both its

domestic and international operations In

1962, discarding the traditional coin-

operated phonograph design and replac-

ing it with a modern console styling.

Seeburg introduced the LP console and
its companion piece, the Stereo con-
solette In 1963 the firm realized the

most successful twelve months in its six-

ty year history. A very extensive promo-

tion campaign accompanied the pre-

miere of the L P-480 console with a "Big

Sound Discotheque Package” which in-

cluded two supplementary speakers of a

size and sound reproduction capacity

hitherto used only in recording studios

and theaters. In conjunction with this

promotion Seeburg brought into the U.S.

the originator of the European discothe-

que concept to travel over 70,000 miles

and assist in the opening of Seeburg dis-

cotheque locations across the country.

The firm continued its innovative prod-

uct development throughout the decade
and enjoyed significant sales and earn-

ings increases by the first quarter of

1966

The decade of the 70s: Innovative

product design and profitable operator

oriented programs spearheaded See-
burg into the early and mid-1970s. Dra-

matic Seeburg Microlog circuitry devel-

oped from space age, moon-shot tech-

nology was introduced in the Apollo

phonograph and became an industry

"first." The Musical Bandshell phono-

graph brought its revolutionary silvered

arc to coin music design. Seeburg’s
"First Edition" brings the excitement of

quadraphonic sound to jukebox listen-

ing Seeburg "s latest entry, The Enter-

tainer, debuted in Aug. (1975) intro-

duced for the first time in coin music
equipment design a dramatic flickering

3-dimensional marquee lighted panel

that sweeps over the unit top-to-bottom.

The early 70s, however, brought tricky

times with them; inflation the shock of

Wurlitzer and "the end of an era" senti-

ment resounded from the mass media
throughout the country. It was Seeburg's
board chairman Lou Nicastro who reaf-

firmed the Seeburg position at this time
by stating, "We at Seeburg foresee, not
the end of an era, but opportunities for

new growth, new innovation, greater
progress, greater prosperity And let me
make this promise to you, Seeburg is go-
ing to be part of this new excitement . . .

we are planning for it now. This is a long

range commitment to ourselves, to you.

to our industry ." The storm clouds

seem to be passing, however, and ac-

cording to a recent Chicago Tribune ed-

itorial headline "Jukebox Firms Spin
Again " With this new breath of opti-

mism within the industry, Seeburg can
look back at the many rewards earned
during its long 73 year history with satis-

faction As a Seeburg spokesman com-

mented. "We continue to look eagerly to

the future and participate fully in the
many years of challenge and growth that

lie ahead in the coin music industry.”

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Fascination’s Bob Wick Surveys
Central & So. American Markets
DES PLAINES. ILL - Robert E Wick,

director of international operations at

Fascination Ltd . has been exploring the

marketing potential of Central and South
America over the past few months, and
recently projected a very optimistic re-

view of his findings. "There has been a

change in financial status, and also a

change in understanding in many of

these areas." he said "Colombia is now
one of the prime areas for export in

South America, and Bolivia is coming up

very fast This is due to a relaxation of

the rules concerning imports.

"Of equal importance." he added, “is

the fact that there is currently a growth
program in the shopping center area of

the market. One of my customers is in

the processof building six shopping cen-

ters throughout South America; the first

of these has already been constructed

and is in the process of being occupied

by its tenants. I had an opportunity to

work with the management of the or-

ganization, for the purpose of determin-

ing what types of games are to be used in

the centers and hope to ultimately be
able to put together a more thorough re-

port on the arcade business in South
America shopping centers

"Looking back historically. I think that

!
South America's current position closely

resembles that of the European market
I ten years ago American companies
went into Europe and. because of the

j

similarity between the European and
American cultures, it was easy to relate

The Latin American culture, however, is

quite different so we are going to have to

do our homework before we descend up-

on this market. Personal contact is of

prime importance, as I have discovered;

and this means Americans will have to

travel to Central and South America
rather than rely upon letters and
telephone calls. The South American
market is no longer as quixotic as it was a

few years back." he said. "Some markets
are still relatively poor, while others are

growing. In Colombia, for instance, there

is a plan to establish approximately twen-
ty amusement parks." He added that

“Bolivia is looking carefully at what is

happening in Colombia and if the results

are good they will probably duplicate the

effort. Argentina, of course, is out of the

question because of the political up-

heaval.

"The Mexican government already has
a candidate to succeed President
Echeverria. and. since he is the heir-

apparent to the presidency a year from
now. I would suggest that the coin in-

dustry begin cultivating this man.”
Citing the significant potential in Hon-

duras. Wick said. "Despite the troubles

stemming from the storms and floods.

Honduras continues to prosper insofar

as coin-operated games are concerned.
“If I were to hazard a guess. I would say
that Central and South America, within

the next three to five year period, should
represent at least one-third of any com-

pany's total export business. There is. at

present, a rush to build good resort

hotels and very little has been done thus

far to place machines in these establish-

ments. The smart operator, of course,

must find the proper sources and de-

velop them I would say that there will

most likely be about a dozen well

capitalized holding companies who will

ultimately dominate the business in Cen-
tral and South America.

As further evidence of the existing

high potential in these markets, Wick
pointed out that the state of Illinois re-

cently established a South American of-

fice

"I am quite enthusiastic about this

market." he concluded, “and. perhaps,

this is due to the fact that I have been ex-

posed to so many people in the area. I

would caution, however, that anyone
planning to attack this market acquire a

working knowledge of Spanish; even
rag-tag Spanish, if necessary, since it is

an important prerequisite to doing busi-

ness there."

ROCHESTER, N.Y. — With pinball

tournaments taking the country by storm,

it's no wonder that a fellow like Herb
Gross doesn't get much rest. He and his

agency, Nice Day Productions out of

Rochester, N.Y., are constantly working
on ways to improve tournaments and
make them as exciting as possible.

Gross' experience in producing pinball

tournaments for the coin machine in-

dustry goes back to 1963, when he
began arranging college tournaments for

John Bilotta, of Newark. Since those
days his list of credits has grown along
with his experience. He produced the

First Annual New York State Pinball

Tournament, encompassing over 400
location tournaments, four city tourna-

ments and the state finals in 1974; and
was also guest speaker that same year at

a seminar for the annual Music
Operators of America convention. He is

now passing his knowledge along
through Nice Day Productions, in the
form of advertising and promotional kits

which the agency markets.

Gross approaches tournaments like a

fine science, first asking questions and
after being satisfied with the answers,
putting them into a marketable package
He feels that new programs must be in-

itiated with both manufacturers and coin

machine associations, to work directly

with the public, in order to improve the
image of the industry and promote good
will. He would like to see an effort by
state tournament associations, such as
New York's, to standardize competition
rules and regulations nationwide. He is

currently serving as a consultant on the
proposed Games Tournament Board be-

ing spearheaded by NYSCMA president

Millie McCarthy.
Herb Gross has put together a manual

that encompasses all of the aspects and

problems likely to arise in running a

tournament; such as reasons for having a

tournament, capabilities of handling the

work involved, how to go about enlisting

help, and staff requirements. He has

worked out very specific check lists of all

materials required to run a tournament
and how to go about advertising it.

Tournaments are among the most suc-

cessful promotional tools available to the

coin machine industry, but success de-

pends on individual effort put into it and
the available resources.

There are as many different types of

tournaments and reasons for running

them as there are people who want to

put them on Many tournaments are held

by manufacturers to enhance sales of

new products, and serve as a show for

the distributor and operator to attend

Distributors or operators may hold

tournaments for publicity reasons and to

promote their names to other businesses

and new locations.

Location tournaments are held at a

specific location for their patrons only It

helps stimulate location business and

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profits, and also exposes the image of

the operator for the purpose of opening

new locations. City tournaments involve

five or more locations sending teams to

one location for play-offs for city cham-
pionships. Celebrity tournaments are the

"fun" variety designed for local

celebrities in the news media. They are

usually shorter and help draw favorable

attention to the coin machine industry by

having decision making people look up-

on the tournament in a positive way. The
state tournament is highly organized

with competitors from the location and

city level competing for a state cham-
pionship These promote the image of

the industry throughout the state and of-

fer an opportunity for state associations

to enlist new members.
Herb Gross has spent eight years

perfecting the promotional package. He
feels that prizes and awards should vary,

to reflect the particular image to be pro-

jected In some of his past tournament

ventures, such prizes as pinball

machines and trophies have proven very

popular. Prizes rather than cash, seem to

provide a more favorable over-all im-

pression, and the competitors have a

greater sense of "earning'' something
that money can't buy

Professionally produced kits from Nice

Day provide operators with all the

materials necessary to promote a suc-

cessful tournament Among things in-

cluded in the kits are: full color promo-
tional posters; bumper stickers; associ-

ation membership window decals;
winner's certificates; first place winner's

trophy; registration forms; posters of

rules and regulations; high score board;

ready made news release; heat transfer

tee shirt decals for winners and a loca-

tion letter that provides the location

owner with complete descriptions of the

kit and easy to follow steps for tourna-

ment success.
