Calm, Rational, Business-Like NARM Meet Focuses On
- Lack Of Growth, MCA Pricing & Getting 25-45 Year Olds

HOLLYWOOD, FLA. — Long range industry, a shrinking youth market. a

growth prospects in tapping new mark-
ets whiie erxpanding others, and insuring
profitabiiity at aii ieveis of the industry,
were the focai points of discussion at the

1976 NARM Convention. conciuded
‘ here iast week (23). Judging by the frank
discussions on these and other issues
raised during the convention. the in-
dustry is at least beginning to face up to
and deai with the probiems facing the
business, in a rationai and inteiligent
manner

In the simpiest terms, it was a busi-
nessiike, iet's stop kidding ourseives and
get down to business type of convention.
As a resuit, patronizing comments iike
“the greatest NARM ever” were not
heard and wouid have been out of piace.
But it may have been the best NARM

ever for defining. anaiyzing and discuss-
ing the issues facing the industry.
Difference

What made this NARM different? The
industry had a reai issue this year. the
MCA pricing structure. instead of the of-
ficiai $3 biiiion industry topic from
NARM. It was thought by some in the in-
dustry, when reiease of the MCA ac-
count structure was imminent. that
perhaps MCA wouid take the easy way
out. wait untii after NARM to revea! their
new prices, and avoid individua! meet-
ings with each account to discuss this is-
sue. By announcing their decision when
they did. MCA provided NARM with a
topic that had to be discussed by ever-
yone. and it was.

Deiegates especially paid tribute to

NARM for a wide array of dynamic. in-
teresting speakers. who heiped put
some of the important issues into
perspective. Dr. Mortimer Feinberg. the
featured speaker. charmed the audience
with a thought-provoking address (see
separate story). that was talked about
and referred to throughout the conven-
tion. Simiiar words of praise were heard
for Robert Curtis. an erpert on security,
who frankiy shocked and surprised his
audiences with statistics on theft,
shortages and shopiifting. Both speakers
were of the highest caliber
NARM Study
In addition. the NARM consumer
Research Study on the 24-45 age group.
was praised as aiong overdue analysis of
the merchandising diliemma facing the

growing adult market, and what are we as
manufacturers and merchandisers going
to do about it. Some of the statistics in
the survey were scary; it came out that
60% of the peopie surveyed in the 25-45
age group had not bought a single re-
cord in the iast year.

A panei of anaiysts from Waii Street in-
vestment firms matched wits with a panei
of erecutives from the record industry,
and the resuit was a draw. But the record
industry was on the short side to begin
with: Wall Street doesn’t seem to trust
the record industry. perhaps because
they don't understand it. Ways to rectify
the situation were kicked around, as Wail
Street calied for more honest disciosure
on record saies, returns and accounting
poticies.

Retailers Confront Security Problems;

HOLLYWOOQOD. FLA. — One of the key is-
sues retaiiers were concerned with iast
week at NARM was the ever pressing
probiem of security. Its effect, apparent-
iy something that has been’ oversha-
dowed by other issues, was brought
sharpiy into focus by Robert Curtis, pre-
sident of Executive Consuitants.

Curtis, a security veteran of 27 years.
highiighted the probiem and offered
some tangibie soiutions — soiutions
based on management/empioyee reia-
tions.

In a crisp. 75 minute presentation.
Curtis cited the recent erpiosion of tape
thefts in Caiifornia and the successfui in-

surance ciaim of Manitoba University
against bad management as examples of
the security threat confronting retaiiers
today. Stating that net profits can oniy be
increased by minimizing iosses, Curtis
said that empioyee theft should not
mereiy be iooked upon as a percentage
ioss of gross sales, but as a percentage
ioss of net profits.

He posed an interesting set of
hypotheticai situations to iiiustrate what
he caiied the 'hidden danger." Curtis con-
tended that retaiiers were taking an in-
correct view of the probiem when they
measured their iosses from theft against
gross sales. He argued that such iosses

couid only be accurately refiected as a
percent of net profits and used severai
evampies as iiustration.

Hypothesis

Convincingly, he suggested that a giv-
en retaii store was operating on a profit
margin of 4%. He continued. hypothesiz-
ing that one of the store’s cierks hap-
pened to be without iunch money one
day and absconded with a ‘meager’ 94¢.
Curtis ciaimed that that 94¢ represented
the net profit on $23.50 of the store’s
totai saies. “If that empioyee.” he said,
“stoie $35 a week. he wouid be taking

NARM Study

Finds 25-45
Market Poor

HOLLYWOOD. FLA. — The publication
of the NARM Consumer Research Study
on the growing aduit market was, in the
view of many peopie. one of the
hightights of this year’s convention. and
possibiy one of the best projects ever
undertaken by NARM. What makes this
survey so interesting is that the survey
showed just how pooriy the record in-
dustry is doing, in terms of merchandis-
ing the 25-45 age group and what might
be done to improve record buying habits
of peopie in that age group.

The study was directed by Joe Cohen,
a graduate student at Baruch Coilege of
the City University of New York. Begin-
ning with basic popuiation shift figures,
Cohen noted the 25-45 market segment
will increase in size by 18 miilion peopie.
whiie the industry’s strongest market,
the 15-24 year oids, wiii deciine by 3
miition peopie. Expressed as a percen-
tage. the 25-45 market wiii increase by
32%. and wili represent 30% of the en-
tire popuiation by 1986, whiie the youth
market has been shrinking at a rate of
3%.

Survey

The survey itself was conducted with
the heip of 70 NARM member com-
panies. Over 2200 contacts were made.
of which more than 50% met the survey
standards. Some of the highlights of the
survey:

e Only 40% of those surveyed had
bought a record last year, whiie more
than 60% had not. (For the purposes of
the survey. a buyer is anyone who
bought one record last year).

e The average respondent purchased
nine LPs last year.

e Males tend to buy more LPs than
females. Men said they purchased 11
LPs whiie women averaged only 7.

Trends

Some of the trends that can be dis-
cerned from the statistics contained in
the various parts of the survey are:

e 25% of the sampie was at one time
ciassified as buyers, and are now non-
buyers.

* The average LP sale drops from a
high of 11.9 at the 25-29 age bracket, to
5.4 at the 40-45 bracket, a ioss of 45%.

e The pop contemporary listening
bracket drops drastically with every
higher age bracket — about 60% with
each step upward

e The soul iistening market. not high

His
foilowing remarks. however, were a
dramatic departure when compared to
previous convention keynote speeches
in that he spoke about the state of
America. its industry and people.
Consensus among the audience seemed
to be that his remarks were vaiuabie and
reievant to the conventioneres because
of the way in which music permeates ev-
ery facet of American iife
Tayior continued that many peopie in
this country are “doubtfui. confused and
concerned” about the direction of the
nation and cited what he sees as a
“brutaiity of the spirit” among individuais
asone of the symptoms of this confusion.
He taiked about Rousseau's theory of
the “sociai contract” which states that for
peopie to iive together in a harmonious
fashion that certain rights and priviieges
must be given up. He reiated this to the
impossibiiity of meeting the demands of
every individuai and speciai interest
group who makes demands on society.
Tayior asked whether “aii the turmoii
and travaii of the past decade carried
with it the promise of new progress?” He
sald that his answer wouid be maybe.
aithough two or three years ago he
wouid've said "no” but that in another
two or three years he hopes the answer
continued on pg.

Peter Lemongello’s Success Comes
Via Back Door TV Spot Campaign

NEW YORK — Two months ago. Peter
Lemongeiio readily admits. he couidn't
have worked in any major venue in N.Y
He has now. as a resuit of a saturation TV
commerciai campaign. soid out Avery
Fisher Haii and he ciaims, soid 35,000
records by maii order oniy.

His independentiy financed and pro-
duced two-record aibum and the TV cam-
paign that has soid both the record and
the concert began some eight weeks ago
with ten-second “teaser” ads on TV,
which gave tittie indication of the nature
of the product being soid. After three
weeks of the teaser ads. Lemongeiio
began broadcasting 30 to 120 second
commerciais. during which he sang
severai of the songs from his aibum.
‘Love '76." which contains music
described on the commerciais as “mood
rock.” In the iast few weeks of the cam-
paign. a siide announcing the concert
has been superimposed over the end of
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the spots, with an address to send for
tickets. There is no audio announcement
of the concert, just the superimposed
siide. The concert, Lemongeiio ciaims
soid outin five days.

v

Record aibums have been soid on TV
before, but mostiy they have been
greatest hits coiiections. Estabiished
artists have sometimes had their aibums
advertised on TV, but never in a satura-
tion campaign and never has a compiete-
iy unknown artist been broken with such
success as has Lemongeiio. Cash Box
recentiy spoke with the young singer
and asked him why he decided to take
such an admittediy evpensive approach
to seiling records. "Aii | wanted was to be
heard. | had had a three-singie deai with
Epic and nothing happened. | want to re-
cord for a major iabe!, but | want to work
with a iabei that wiil be serious about me
I wouidn't expect a major iabe! to take
continued on pg.

Retail,Jobber,Indy Problems

HOLLYWOOD. FLA. The three in-
dividuai meetings that kicked off iast
week's NARM Convention separate
sessions for rack jobbers. retaiiers and
independent distributors and manufac-
turers — remained ciosed to the press.
this year. But judging from the’ com-
ments of those that did attend the meet-
ings. there was generaiiy iess yeiiing and
screaming than in past years' meetings.
That is not to say. though. that there
wasn't a fair amount of heated dis-
cussion. But name cailing in previous
years gave way to an anaiysis of the is-
sues facing each of these three divisions
of the record business.

The key issue dominating the overali
discussion was the new MCA pricing
structure, and its effect on whoiesaiers
and retaiiers. There was no shortage of
discussion on this issue throughout the
entire NARM convention

Retailers

The retaiier meeting was chaired by
John Cohen of Disc Records and Russ
Soiomon of Tower Records. Solomon,
normaiiy a controversiai figure, ap-
parentiy decided to stick to the tradi-
tionai moderator roie. remain impartiai
and not rabbie-rouse.

‘So You Think You Know

The Tape Business’

HOLLYWOOD, FLA. Tape saies are
evpected to increase by 5% over 1975's
figures this year; open reei tape has just
about had it; the cassette is making a
comeback and is making strong inroads
in the automobiie fieid (of the 6 miilion
tape units instaiied in cars iast year, 25%
were cassette units); quad is on the way
out as far as tape saies are concerned.
and many other pieces of research came
out of the seminar on the tape business
heid at the NARM convention iast week.

The seminar was run by three GRT ex-
ecs. GRT being the ieading tape
manufacturer for companies that do not
manufacture their own tapes. Herb
Hershfieid, v.p. of marketing, chaired the
seminar, which aiso featured in-depth
anaiysis and research resuits presented
by Jack Wooden, GRT's national saies
manager; and Biruta McShane, manager
of GRT's marketing services and the
director of the firm's corporate research.

As a resuit of industry research
cieared through RIAA and other industry
associations. tape saies accounted in
1975 for $696 miition of the $2.26 biiiion
industry voiume or about 29%. Of that
voiume, 8 track accounted for $590
miiiion, cassettes for $97 miition and .
quad for $9 miliion. This transiates into
1975 tape unit saies of approximateiy
101 miition 8 track units and 17 miliion
cassette units.

Blank Cassettes

But it was aiso emphasized that more
than 150 miilion units of biank tape
cassettes were soid iast year, indicating
a tremendous amount of taping of music
off the air by the pubiic.

Below are resuits of research done by
GRT among 4.000 consumers, more
than 1,000 retaii store managers and
from a number of "“Focus' anaiysis
sessions. During these sessions a
psychoiogist interrogated some 80 tape
buyers (defined as peopie who bought
more than 12 tapes in the past six
months) in Los Angeies. Daiias, Chicago
and New York. Two sessions covered the
18-24 age group and two covered the
25-35 age group; with the foilowing re-
suits:

e The demographics of tape and LP

But that didn't prevent others trom rap-
bie-rousing. Dave Rothfeld of Korvettes
and Amos Heiiicher of J.L. Marsh were
reportediy among the combatants at one
point, with giveaway retaiiers receiving a
great deal of criticism.

Dating

One of the points that John Cohen
made was that retaiiers, who have to pay
for goods in 60 days. and who carry
oddbaii cataiogue aibums that seii one or
two times a year. or every 180 days.
shouid be given ertended biiling on cer-
tain siow moving cataiogue aibums, so
that the retaiier doesn't pay for the
records (and own them) before he's had
a reasonabie chance to seli them. Cohen
indicated he had presented his proposai
to a number of manufacturers who in-
dicated they wouid study it. This recom-
mendation comes because the retaiiers
have reaiized the futility of constantiy
asking for free goods.

Rack Jobbers

The rack jobbers, under the direction
of the Handieman Company’s new presi-
dent, Lou Kwiker, aiso touched upon
MCA’'s price categories. In addition
Kwiker proposed that NARM com-
mission, through an outside accounting
firm, a study of the discount structure
and the functional discount, and how
much of a cost justification discount
shouid be given to retaiiers, rack job-
bers, etc. It was unciear what, if anything,
NARM wouid do with the proposai.

The Indies

The independent distributors meeting
at the suggestion of chairman Joe
Simone. was opened to independent
manufacturers this year; "Our probiems
and future are intertwined with theirs.”
said one distrib. Yet the meeting was re-
ported quieter and caimer. compared to
eariier independent distributor meet-
ings; perhaps the presences of the
manufacturers tempered the tone and
substance of the distributors’ comments.

By most accounts, independent dis-
tributors are iocked into the present
price structure with no changes in sight
that are advantageous for the distribs in
the whoiesaie price. The pricing poiicies
and competitive position of the indies in
the marketpiace were aiso discussed;
the manufacturers feei the distributors
shouid raise their prices, while the dis-
tributors state they are aiready (in many
cases) a nickei higher on LP’s than their
branch distribution counterparts

A ieft fieid issue. however. united both
manufacturer and distributor on the
same side and sparked a great fee! of
controversy - the pubiication in another

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Feinberg Addresses Himself To
Changes In Lifestyle, Management

HOLLYWOOD. FLA. — The address of
Dr. Mortimer R. Feinberg, dean and
director of the advanced management
program at Baruch Coliege. was iaced
with anecdotes and stories that are im-
possible to retell. But he did make, in the
course of his address, a number of im-
portant poirts about the role of manage-
ment in business, and the changing state
of society.

He first called attention to the past few
years -— rising energy prices, erosion of
the work ethic, the coliapse of con-
sensus, i.e.. "nobody wants to give up
theirs.” He added that whiie there have
been shifts in population. “no market re-
search study will guide you to the
future.’

Changes

‘Companies that understood changes
in lifestyle, such as the music business.
benefitted from the lifestyle change.” he
explained. "Women are going back to
work. Population statistics are changing.
Nobody wants to get married. There are

To The Editor

Strange and ominous things are hap-
pening in the record business these
days. Uniess the “name’” label manufac-
turers and distributors act now there may
not be a future for them or the indepen-
dent retailers.

The problem is the muiti-distributor
prices that now exist. If you operate
three stores (some say five, some seven;
it's an arbitrary difference with various
labels) you are entitied to special dis-
counts. This causes opportunists to
enter the record business with $3.65 and
$3.98 ($6.98 list) LPs, mostiy confined to
the top 1G0. We independents usually
pay $3.65 and $3.75 for these records.

If enough of these new specuiators in-
vade the retail business, the oid line all-
catalog independent dealers will be
forced out of business. We just can't
compete with them. Don't the manufac-
turers knogw that when the many in-
dependents ciose down they are left with
only the chain stores and the cut rate
shops to deai with? Now who will take
control? Now how do manufacturers get
the independent cataiog stores — widely
spread geographicaily — that they need
to promote singles and peripherai LP
products, speculative LPs that might cost
from 20 to 40 thousand dotlars to pro-
duce? Without a successful singie there
is usuaily no LP to market.

The greed of the manufacturers in
today's market is evident. “There's no
tomorrow.” "We wang big numbers.” It's
all short-sighted and it wiil bring disaster.

The only solution we independents
can hope for is a one-wholesaie-price
business with an open and fair attitude
toward ali dealers in establishing speciail
quantity prices for anyone wishing to buy
25 of any one LP, or 50, 75 or 100, or
some such graduated price scaie. If we
are all offered these same prices then we
can compete on speciais and certainly
not complain about the other man's seli-
ing price. There is no other sotution.

We need heip now. The whole industry
needs help. If you don't see that then
your short-lived opuience will end and
lots of us innocent bystanders wili fali.

50% fewer marriages than a few years
ago.” Feinberg, too. pointed to the 25-45
market as a growing market for the
record industry.

He advised the audience to "keep your
options open. No one can pian ten years
from now, inciuding economists and
psychoiogists.” But he cautioned the in-
dustry to “watch statistics, and watch the
change in statistics. Maybe rock is over,
and maybe it isn't. We won't know from
watching statistics. You have to be ready
to move. Watch the trends.”

‘Reamers’

There are four stages to life develop-
ment: embryo, growth, maturity and ag-
ing. And there are four different kinds of
people: dreamers, schemers, reamers
and healers. Every organization, accord-
ing to Feinberg, needs all four types.

Personnel

Feinberg discussed various types of
management psychology. “The perfor-
mance in any company equals the ability
times the climate. Seiection of personnel
is critical. And pay should be related to
productivity. Unfortunately most of the
companies do not do that. Instead, they
say ‘we negotiate.' But you shouid piace
your rewards where you want your
behavior repeated. And empioyees
should get unexpected rewards during
the year.” Feinberg warned the ex-
ecutives in the audience that employees
are not biindly obedient as they used to
be. "Workers are not the same as they
used to be. There's adifferent kind of en-
vironment. A worker wiil say, '|l don't
know if | want to do that.” You should iook
at the area of flexible hours. And you
should encourage and support changes
in empioyee relations.

In addition, Dr. Feinberg recom-
mended the audience to “surround
yourself with optimists and pessimists.
And surround yourseif with different
kinds of personaiities. In this way you
can cope with the future.”

Gortikov Laments
Anti-Piracy Laxity

HOLLYWOQOOD. FLA. — Whiie anti-piracy
iegisiation has been passed in 40 out of
the 50 states, Staniey Gortikov. presi-
dent of the RIAA, compiained at the
NARM instailation tuncheon that the in-
dustry is becoming iar in terms of anti-
piracy enforcement. Last year at this
time, the RIAA received hundreds of
anti-piracy reports on stores selling pirat-
ed product. Now? “Only four reports on
anti-piracy in the first 60 days of this
year," he iamented. Gortikov suggested
a “fresh. beiligerent course of action.
There are stili 10 states without anti-
piracy legisiation, and there are many
states where the iaws need refining and
stiffer penaities.

The ten states without anti-piracy
iegisiation are Coiorado, Delaware.
Kansas, Missouri. Montana. North
Dakota, Rhode Isiand, South Carolina,
Wisconsin and Wyoming. Gortikov urged
merchandisers. retaiiers and distributors
in each of these states to contact (and/or
recontact) their elected representatives
to push for anti-piracy iegisiation.

Nationwide. there are now 10.000
piracy cases pending. and Gortikov
believed that the industry has “stailed.
reversed and reduced” the fiood of pirat-
ed material. But he quickiy added that
there were many FBI offices, U.S. at-
torneys, local officials and judges who
were not diligentiy pursuing music
pirates, investigating. prosecuting and
fining and/or imprisoning those found
guiity.

Non-Financial Executive:
A Fish Out Of Water In 1976

HOLLYWOOD. FLA. — Perhaps the most
teiling single fact that emerged from
Mort Beri's lecture titied “What the Non-
Financiai Executive Shouid Know About
His Company's Finances" was that such
an executive is in deep trouble. Perhaps
Beri (of J.K. Lasser & Co.) did not say so
in that many words. but the opening re-
marks he made ieft no doubt that any ex-
ecutive without a good working
knowiedge of his company's financial
structure and philosophy is not piaying
with a fuli deck.

What should the financiaiiy naive ex-
ecutive do to get himseif into the pic-
ture? Get to know three key peopie who
actuaily deai with the day to day money
operations of his company. They are,
said Beri, the controiier or financial vice-
president, the CPA (either in-house or in-
dependent) who handies auditing. tax
advice and makes fiscal recom-
mendations. In many cases such an in-
dividuai analyzes controis as weii. And
finaily, the banker who handies his com-
pany's business.

Any potential 'tips’ Beri might have of-
fered of a specific nature were quickly
sheived by this suggestion. "There are,”
offered Beri, "no short cuts | couid give
you in an hour's time that wouid be more
valuable than these.” Stating that figures
can tie and liars can figure, Beri outiined
the two most prevalent accounting
methods: the FIFQ (first in. first out) in-
ventory method and the LIFO (iast in,
first out) method and stated that he pre-
ferred a third method --current vaiue ac-
counting to both. Current vaiue, he said.

was more reatlistic than historicai cost ac-
counting because a company couid re-
vaiue assets at their current market rate
if it had to repiace them. He stated that
the method of accounting can make two
companies with nearily identical profit
and earnings iook completely different.
He urged the non-financial executive (he
directed these remarks to retaiiers as op-
posed to record iabei execs) to gain an
understanding of the method his com-
pany empioys to account its financiai pic-
ture and to seek a fuli knowledge of cash
flow and tax procedures as weil,
Elaborate

If the Berl presentation was in part
confusing and incompiete, it reiated to
his deep invoivement with the financial
aspects of business. Though he tried to
break his anaiysis down into layman's
terms, his dissertation, according to
some in the audience, was ponderous
and suffered from a iack of structure.
One clear picture, however. did emerge

without a nitty gritty understanding of
audited opinions, tax structures, ac-
counting methods. costs, projected
saies. direct expenses, etc.. the average
non-financiai executive is just another
babe in the woods. A possible sugges-
tion for NARM. if such a topic is elaborat-
ed on in 1977, wouid be to explore the
relationshig hetween the financial brains
of a record iabei and the creative
geniuses who are so intimately related to
that company's profit structure. Such a
discussion would be eniightening to both
record company executive and retailer
alike as both continue to seek a common
ground on which to do business in the
future.

Private Stock Presents ‘New Image’ At NARM

HOLLYWOOQD, FLA. — Before a gather-
ing of distributors, rack jobbers and
press at the Diplomat Hote! here last
week, Private Stock Records introduced
its largest aibum release since the com-
pany's inception a year ago. Consisting
of six new LPs. the reiease has as its of-
ficial theme "The Focus is On Stardom.
Larry Uttal. president of Private Stock
Records, personaily hosted neariy 100
guests at the presentation. given during
the NARM Convention.

The album product. and the company's
new theme, reflect Private Stock's
changing image as it moves into heavier
artist and album orientation.

W. Virginia Enacts
Anti-Piracy Law

NEW YORK — Senate Bill 220 was
signed into iaw by Governor Arch A
Moore. Jr., making West Virginia the
fortieth state to have enacted an anti-
piracy statute.

The new law, which goes into effect
ninety days after its signing on March 12,
makes the unauthorized duplication of
sound recordings, as weli as the distribu-
tion and sale of such iliegitimate duplica-
tions. a misdemeanor punishable by a
fine of up to $1.000. It calls for the con-
fiscation and destruction of all pirated
sound recordings and the equipment
used to make them. It also makes the
failure to have the name and address of
the manufacturer of the sound recording
printed on the outer cover a misde-
meanor.

How To Deal With

Shopping Center Owners

by Steven Scharf

HOLLYWOQD. FLA. — On Monday.
March 22, a seminar on “How To Deai
With Shopping Center and Mali Owners”
was heid under the direction of Edward
Strawgate. president of Shopping Cen-
ters Internationai, and Larry Shaiman, a
reai estate attorney from Phiiadeiphia.

Strawgate opened the session with a
brief history of shopping centers and
mails, saying that years ago regionai
maiis were prematureiy buiit on iand for
iow cost and were not centraily iocated
to the peopie

He stated. “The giant stores iike Pen-
ney's and Wooiworth's attracted the
smaiier retaiiers’ The main probiem that
evisted back then was the poor reia-
tionship between the iandiords and smaii
retaiiers.’

Strawgate added, "The smali guys
iooked at the maii owners as ogres.”

Change

When the time for change came. the
maii owners moved from the suburbs to
urban renewai and urban areas for better
iocation. They aiso started buiiding retail
store maiis instead of chain store mais,
where 60 or 70 individuai stores were
housed for a sizabie rent reduction from
the iarger regionai maiis. This finaily
brought the store merchant's and
iandiord’'s working reiationships more
together.

Strawgate ciosed his segment stating,
“The key to success in a mati situation is
the type of deal you make — if you're
abie to get out and your iandiord has a
good rapport with you.”

The second part of the seminar. ied by
Shaiman. discussed "How To Pay Less
Tares' and the use of “Tar. Sheiters.

The main probiem that was brought up
in this session was ev.ciusivity in leases.
whereby you can oniy seii records in
your store. Shaiman repiied. "Exciusivity
is just not enforceabie nor is it enforcea-
bie on another store owner in the
center.”

Shaiman conciuded the seminar with
two points. “There is better negotiating
power in today's market and teamworkis
the uitimate importance between re-
taiiers and maii owners.

Computer New
Wholesale Tool

HOLLYWQOD. FLA. — The seminar on
‘The Commerciai Minicomputer & The
Record Whoiesaier’” met with mired
response from the two audiences that at-
tended the sessions. One of the com-
piaints heard was that the speeches
given by the erecutives of Computer
Horizons Corp. (CHC), the company that
made the presentation, often were in
‘technicaiese,” which many in the retail/
rack jobber community. who talk the
tanguage of “the street.” didn't un-
derstand.

Robert Feingoid, president of CHC,
stated that “computers may now be effi-
cientiy utilized by smali businesses with
the same economies of scaie as a iarge
business organization.” He believes that
the minicomputer wiit uitimateiy become
as commonpiace in an office as a
telephone, typewriter or copier machine.
He aiso expiained that computer sys-
tems are made up of hardware (the
equipment), operational software and
application saftware (the programs for
the computer).

Business As Usual
Despite Executive

Attendance At NARM

NEW YORK — Whiie the National As-
sociation of Recording Merchandisers
convened in Florida, the day-to-day con-
tingencies of the business remained.
From a random sampling of one-stops
and distributors conducted iast week,
Cash Box questioned those left "minding
the store” on how business was handied
in the executives’ absence. It was found
that answers varied with respect to
relative size and location of the ac-
counts, and, to the industry's credit,
general sanity always prevaiied.
N.Y. Retailers

Sam Goody's in New York iost Sam
Goody, president, and four vice presi-
dents to the confab. A spokesman re-
ported, “Business here runs at a con-
stant pace. We are a staff of buyers and
warehouse personnei who have been
with Goody's as long as 18 or 20 years in
some cases. Peopie who work here stay.
and their level of experience assures
smooth running.” At Win One-Stop in
Long lIsiand City, N.Y., the absence of
president Sam Weiss and two key
managers brought this response: “"Not
many things can wait here. Export orders
for instance, must be processed im-
mediately. We're a big family here, and
the bosses have enough confidence in
us to leave. The same situation occurs
when they take vacations once a year.

At King Karol in New York, “Nothing
major enough to be put off has happened
here. The work always goes out. Some of
the pressure even seems to be off.” A
contract at Arovox in the same city re-
ported that those who attended NARM
“left us certain kinds of work to do such
as general orders. Salesmen have to wait
until Thursday.

The people at M.S. Distributors, Mor-
ton Grove, lil. had their own way of
handling unexpected events. “We all just
take on a iittle more and do the best we
can. If any big problems come up. we just
put our heads together. We always run
efficiently.

Ran As Usual

While the vast majority agreed with a
spokesman for Apex Martin in Hilisdale,
N.J.. who said everything “ran as usual”
despite the convention. which two top
executives attended. some noted a drop
in incoming business. All the usua! peo-
ple stayed at Consolidated in Detroit,
and they noticed a siight slacking off of
activity from the distributors’ direction.
Generalily, though. their conciusion con-
formed with the majority; “Nothing too
drastic about NARM cutting into us.” So-
meone at Sieberts in Little Rock could
even exctaim optimistically. “Just
super!’

Despite the attraction of attending
such “a pleasant combination of busi-
ness and frivolity.” as Bruck Carlock, re-
cently returned supervisor at Nashville's
Music City described the convention. it
seemed that business at home was
always the prime concern in deciding
who. if anyone., wouid attend NARM.
Cariock, who said a few things had to
wait for his return. went on his own with
confidence. "We've got some good peo-
ple here. As far as | can tell, there were
no crises and things ran pretty
smoothiy.

‘No Need’

At Fathers’ & Sons’ in Cincinnati, gen-
eral manager Dave Crockett was the sole
NARM Convention attendee. although
four officials of the company had at-
tended the previous year. A spokesman
expiained. “There really wasn't the need
to send very many peopie down there,
although | woulid have liked to have

Springboard/UA
Dispute Alleged

The source claims that UA circulated a
cutout list at the NARM convention, that
offered over one miilion cutouts of the
“Very Best Of .. " series, at wholesale
prices approximating 41¢ per LP and 61¢
per tape. The source further contends
that UA did not respect the terms of the
contract by not offering the overstock to
Springboard first.

LOS ANGELES The Cash Box FM
Anaiysis has grown. both from station
feedback and our own recapituiation of
the originai ccncept. since its inception
in iate December. From reports by Cash
Box progressive tracking stations, and a
deveioped rapport with the peopie that
make these stations tick, has come the
certainty that progressives. as with other
formats. are programming music other
than just strictiy progressive to meet
demographic need and appea:

Black And Country

Two prime evampies are the infiuence
of biack music and country music.
Categorization of music has and prob-
ably always wiii be critized by peopie
who justifiabiy feei we're in the "too
many |I'm a number’’ syndrome
Crossover may be the key word for the
article that foliows. but in any respect.
CB thought it wouid be interesting to ex-
amine biack and country infiuence, since
some progressive stations have been re-
porting adds. requests and predictions of
both.infiuence.

Washington. D.C. has been a market of
particuiar importance because of both its
size and the huge biack popuiace. The
reporter there is David Einstein. who
directs the music at WHFS-FM. “I've got
a different market here.” he commented.
‘peopie iike to tap their feet, and certain-
iy were influenced by our audience.
They iike it when you program a Ray
Charies back to back with a Joe Cocker.
Then you take a group iike Santana .. . it
can go both ways primarily pro-
grammed progressive but the biacks re-
aity getinto it too

Jazz-Rock Fusion

There used to
be a good hard iine between country and
progressive it's become a much
hazier iine because of crossover.”

It's evident on aimost any progressive
in the country.

Chariey
Danieis Band. Marshaii Tucker Band and
other simiiar artists fans being catered
to. The progressives want those demo-
graphics as much as straight country sta-
tions do. But a question arises of how to
bridge the gap from heavymeta!, meiiow
and progressive country on the air.

Buffer Groups

CBS Research Reveals Singles Buyers Profile

by John Mankiewicz

LOS ANGELES — The market research
division of CBS Records has reieased an
ertensive study cailed "Today's Singies
Buyers.” Originaiiy deveioped for and
presented to CBS management. CBS
decided to reiease that part of the study
that they beiieved wouid benefit the en-
tire industry

Specific Goals

CBS had very specific goais when they
decided to undertake this project. They
interviewed neariy one thousand buyers
during the months of October and No-
vember 1975 These buyers were
between the ages of ten and twenty-five.
and a high percentage were biack.
Eieven markets were seiected
throughout the country, and ali were out-
iets with high singies traffic. The markets
were New York, Phiiadeiphia
Washington, D.C.. Chicago and Los
Angeies. Concentration, in aii areas, was
specificaiily on the singies buyer

The profiie of the singies buyer was
broken down into three groups: age. sev.
and race. Thirty-five percent of these
consumers were between the ages of
16-20. Forty percent were between the
ages of 10-15, and twenty-five percent
were between 21-25.

Fifty-five percent of the buyers were
femaie. Seventy percent were white.
Which ieaves thirty percent of the buyers
among the biack poputation. However,
the tota! biack popuiation in this country
is in the neighborhood of ten percent.
With this fact in mind it's ciear that biacks
are buying a /ot of singies.

The purchases themseives were in
three groups: rock/pop. r&b and “other
The first two were eveniy spiit. with forty-
five percent each. and other musicai
siots accounted for the remaining ten
percent.

Planned Versus Impulse

Another interesting area that the re-
search team concerned themseives with
was pianned buying. as opposed to im-
puise purchases. They discovered that
the iatter category accounted for fifteen

certainiy substantiai, reveais the power

‘ percent of the totai buying. The figure,

of a good point-of-purchase dispiay. If
that many peopie are going into the store
with no particuiar idea of what they want.
retaiiers, through dispiay, must be mak-
ing it impossibie for their customers to
ieave the store empty-handed.

On the other hand there are those who
go into their iocai shop with specific
tunes in mind. When that single isn't
there. CBS asked, what do they do?
Eighty percent indicated that they wouid
try to find it eisewhere. Thirty-five per-
cent thought that they might buy the LP
that the singie was on, and thirty-five
percent said that they wouid consider
buying another singie. The extremeiy
high percentage of peopie who wouid
ook in other stores shouid be a strong
watchword to retaiiers to keep their
cataiog and current chart singies weii-
stocked.

Radio Power

The power of radio in singies saies
came reaily as no surprise, with eighty
percent of the singles buyers iearning
about their records from that medium.
However. according to that same group
of consumers, sixty percent want more
singies piayed on the radio. And sixty-
five percent said that the more often
they hear a record, the more likely they
are to buy it. Both viewpoints make for
convincing arguments. each on different
sides of the fence.

Aprii 3.1976

That targe percentage of peopie who
want the record piayed more often in-
dicate that radio stations boost saies with
shorter rotations. But aimost that many
want more records piayed. How can
those two feeiings be deait with on one
radio piayiist? Can additiocns be made to
the iist and piayed more often as weli? Is
there a happy medium that can be
reached? Certainiy piayiists have been
pretty tight iateiy. and there is room for
more records without iimiting the
number of times they are piayed. Just
how many can be added. this is a cruciai
radio. and according to the CBS report.
retait question.

How iong does a recard have to be
piayed on the radio before singies
buyers purchase the disk? The CBS re-
port found out that sixty-five percent of
the buyers wait three weeks or more
after the first radio listen. In fact. the re-
port stated, thirty percent of the buyers
wait five weeks or more. This wouid
seem to indicate strongiy that records

must have a fairiy iong rotation iife in or-
der to generate steady saies.

Singles Sales Rise

Retaiiers might be interested in the
fact that seventy-five percent of the
buyers said that they are buying at ieast
as many. or even more singies than they
bought iast year Certainiy this is a
positive sign for the industry: singies
sales are rising. Just as important is the
fact that among the twenty-five percent
of the peopie who are buying fewer
singies than iast year. oniy forty percent
of them attributed their drop in pur-
chases to higher pricing.

The report reveais a rather startiing
fact: that is. oniy one buyer in ten feeis
that price is adeterrent to sales. And. the
report continues, a'though sirty-five per-
cent of the buyers are paying ten to
tweive cents more, few of them are con-
cerned. Thirty-five percent said that
they're notpaying more than iast year.

The buyers aiso erpressed strong

T-Shirts To Pay Royalties

LOS ANGELES — Warner Speciai
Products is introducing a iine of tee-
shirts. caiied Uppers. to oe used for na-
tionai retaii saies. Fully authorized and
licensed. the recording artists invoived
wiil receive a five percent royaity on
each shirt soid.

The first group of shirts features the
Warner Brothers iogo. Gien Campbeii,
The Average White Band. Bette Midier.
Manhattan Transfer. Linda Ronstadt,
The Aiiman Brothers Band. James
Tayior, Jethro Tuii and the fiim
Lisztomania (which features the Who's
Roger Daltrey).

Warner Speciai Products is the licens-
ing and merchandising arm of the
Warner Communications music famiiy.
and has made agreements with each of
the principals for the use of names and
iikenesses. The ceiebrities aiso have fuli
artwork approvai rights.

This is an unusuai and precedent set-
ting move in the tee-shirt merchandising
phenomenon. The shirts have, in the
past, been marketed in primariiy two
areas — at iive performances and on the
retail ievel. Warners, because they are
licensing their tee-shirts and paying
royaities. is prepared to come down hard
on peopie who are sefting shirts that
make use of the names in the Uppers
iine.

“We're not going to concentrate on the
one-shot deais.” said Jim Bickhardt,
spokesman for Warner Speciai Products.
"You know. the guys that seil a few shirts
at concerts. But we are going to keep a
ciose watch on the retaiiers. to make
sure that they aren't seiiing bootieg
shirts.”

The shirts will whoiesaie to retailers
for around two doiiars and fifty cents.
They wiil aiso be soid directiy to artists
who handie their own merchandising. In
the latter case, no royaities wiii be paid.
of course, because the artist gets to keep
the entire profit. Sales in retaii situations
wiii yieid the five percent artist royaity
probabiy around tweive or thirteen cents
a shirt.

The quality of the armtwork in these
shirts is of a generaily higher standard
than your run-of-the-miii rock 'n'roii tee-
shirt. The ceiebrities have been invoived
in the decisions. Jim Bickhardt recently
took the Warner Special Products ideas
for a Fieetwood Mac design up to

Sausaiito where the band was recording.
Different approaches were discussed.
and some changes were made that were
amiabie to both parties.

It is hoped that other companies wili
foliow in the steps of Warner Special
Products. The move is good for at ieast
two reasons. On the retaii ievei, buyers
interested in the enormous tee-shirt
market wiii have a definite piace to
purchase this kind of product. an
established organization that he knows
wii be there for quite some time. And
from the standpoint of the artist, this wiii
create nothing but good feeling. If the
Uppers iine takes off, royalties couid add
up to a tidy sum. But even if sales are

merely moderate, the artist wiil not have
the feeiing. as he does now in many
cases. that he was ripped off, that peopie
are making money off him iike any other
commaodity.

Montgomery Ward wili be the first
chain to carry the Uppers iine and the
other accounts that Warner Speciai
Products have talked to have been in
that department store ieague. These
kind of markets seem ideai for a start. the
other departments in the store, besides
the records. might iend the shirts the
credibility of respectabie attire. as op-
posed to the impuise promotion item that
it istoday.

shopping c¢oncerns. with seventy per-
cent reporting that they can't find singies
in stock. And forty percent of those
buyers said that the stores won't order
singles. Retaiiers, with the evident rise in
singies sales. shouid perhaps think of
ways to revamp their ordering structure
inorder to satisfy this large market

The CBS report also deait briefly with
LP and tape buyers. They found out
three important trends. Like singles
buyers, more LP and tape consumers are
buying as much or more than iast year.
They shop untii they find what they want.
And, just like the others. LP and tape
buyers often encounter out-of-stock
probiems

Two Kinds of Research

CBS market research does not usuaiiy
reiease their information to the pubiic.
“This is the first time | can remember
making our findings avaiiabie to the in-
dustry.” said Jerry Shuiman, head of the
CBS division. "We are constantiy
engaged in research. though. There are
two kinds that we do. The first is primary
research, and this is on-going. We con-
duct a national survey of both the record-
buying and non-record buying pubiic.”

How is this survey set up? “We have a
consumer pane!.” Shuiman continued.
“We hired a research company to recruit
record buyers. and we now have about
eight thousand that report to us reguiar-
iy. Each year we get about sixty thou-
sand different record reports, because
these peopie are serious record buyers
and give us information on everything
they buy. We have a research staff that
checks out the information, makes sure
the numbers are correct, and feeds ai
the data into our computers. We aiso do
custom surveys, iike the singies. with a
specific question in mind. We test ad-
vertising effectiveness as weli, do re-
search on the artist and figure out what
form of advertising wouid be best for
him. We do surveys and tests to find out
merchandising information.”

Whiie this is the first report. or portion
of one, that CBS has reieased. it is ciear
that the department is working ali the
time. There are si» professionai re-
searchers empioyed in market research
at CBS aiong with a fuil secretariai and
clericai staff. They conduct massive in-
terviews for each project. Virtuaiiy ail of
the surveys are internai studies. for the
benefit of CBS erecutives, but it was de-
cided to reiease this generai information.
according to Jerry Shuiman. because it
was food for industry thought.

National Profile

Shuiman brought up a point that is
crucial when reviewing this singies study
for practicai appiication. “Whiie we did
work in eieven specific markets.” he
said. “it's important to remember that the
resuits were tabulated with a nationai
report in mind. This is not a report on
singles buying in New York. or Phii-
adeiphia, or any particuiar market. Itis an
overail view. It was intended as a na-
tionai profiie. We show specificaiiy that
while the overali market i$ correct. peo-
pie shouid be cautious about specific
markets.”

The report was given to the CBS pro-
motion staff for their use. However.
anyone who wants to read this interest-
ing study can write to CBS for a copy
CBS has a top-notch market research de-
partment. and when they happen to re-
iease information that they've gathered
through erpensive and ertensive sur-
veys. retaiiers and peopie in other areas
of the industry wouid be wise to take ad-
vantage of that report.

auspices of NARM. questionnaires to
150 companies. Fifty-siv companies
responded. of which 40 were in distribu-
tion or rack jobbing and were aiready us-
ing minicomputers in one form or
another. Of those responding. 75% or 42
members use some sort of minicomputer
system for data processing, 33 NARM
members use them for payroii and other
accounting functions and 24 use minis
for accounts receivabie. generai iedger
accounting and invoicing. Oniy 14
NARM members who responded use
their computers for any sort of inventory
controi. And whiie some independent
distributors who are tied to rack jobbing
organizations use their minicomputers to
keep track of inventory on the distribu-
tion side. no pure independent dis-
tributor uses acomputer for inventory. In
fact. added Joei Diamond. vice president
of CHC. "The majority of the industry
uses computers simpiy as high speed
bookkeepers.” And more than haif of
those who presentiy have a computer
system wouid iike to change or repiace
their system

Instaiiing a computerized inventory
system couid soive many of a rack job-
ber's probiems. the CHC peopie feit.
When a ticket system is used. the time it

takes to process an order (after the ticket
is received) can be cut down to two
hours. from entry of the order into the
computer to the order being packed and
ready for packing
Cost

What wouid a fuily equipped. fuily in-
staiied minicomputer system cost? For
an account that does more than $100
miition a year. it wouid cost from 2% to
12% of saies per year. or between haif a
miiiion and one and a haif miiiion every
year. A smaiier company in the $5-$25
miiiion range couid ex.pect to pay 1%-2%
of saies. on a one-time basis (not every
year) pius annuai maintenance charges.
How high the cost goes wouid depend
on how eiaborate the equipment is. And
at the same time. the system couid be
used for bookkeeping and accounting
functions. for added potentiai savings
there.

the net profit earned on $875 worth of
saies. If he took a boy of records worth
$120. he would effectiveiy be steaiing
the net profits an saies of $3000.

In this iight. Curtis hightighted what he
caiied the fooiishness of the retailer who
proudly exciaimed to his friends, "My
iosses are oniy 2% of saies.” Curtis said
that 2% of saies couid very easily
represent 33% of net profits. hardiy a
figure to be tossed off or disregarded.

Crime Up 18%

The probiem of crime in generai. ac-
cording to Curtis, is one that has affected
property owners a great deai in recent
years. He cited an FBI statistic that crime
rose 18% in 1975, the most it has gone
up in the fifty years the Bureau has been
keeping such figures. Significantiy. 87%
of these crimes were property oriented.
The retaiiers in the room shuddered at
the statistic, but Curtis drove the point
home with more damning evidence as he
continued his presentation.

Singiing out shopiifters as an exampie.

ne said that 15,000 such criminais are

prosecuted each day in the U.S. and that
number represents oniy 10% of all
shopiifters who are actuaiiy caught. He
drew murmurs of amazement when he
cited the statistic that a weii run store ap-
prehends perhaps one of 35 shopiifters
and that a pooriy run operation may oniy
catch one in 80-120. “Imagine.” he toid
his audience. “that these criminais are
ioose in your estabiishment consistentiy.
How are you going to stop them?” He
debunked the myth that signs. mirrors or
prosecution served as effective deter-
rents to shopiifting and cited statistics to
back up his contention.

Despite his warning about shopiifters,
Curtis said the greatest ioss due to theft
for the retaiier was internai or empioyee
theft.

He suggested that a sampie of 100 re-
taii empioyees across the country be
taken to determine honesty and then
asked NARM members on the fioor to
cail out what percentage of that 100 they
assumed were steaiing. Estimates
ranged from 100% to 2%.

82% Theft In Banks

Curtis. whiie stating the oid psycho-
iogicai maxim that peopie tend to judge
each other as they might judge
themseives, nonetheiess said that a
figure of 70% was cioser to the truth. He

recited the story of a ciient who had
been to:d by a former bank teiier that he
ithe teiier) had figured out 830 ways of
steaiing in a bank. The former teiier (who
was compieting a 5-year jaii term) said
that. in his experience. a married coupie
was aiways satisfied if their check book
baianced within 15 cents at the end of
each month. He said that he handied
some 19.000 accounts and had made off
with 15¢ from each account every month
for over a year. Curtis said that his
figures reveaied that 82% of aii bank
empioyees were invoived in theft of one
kind or another

After presenting these overwheiming
statistics. he toid the gathering that
empioyee theft was the resuit of frustra-
tion. and he offered a soiution. based on
considerabie evperience. He defined
what he caiied the four types of manage-
ment prevaient in aii business today and
reiated each to a percentage of ioss by
theft that each type suffered from: (a)
authoritarian expioitative {whereby
management operates in dictatoriai
fashion with the empioyee compieteiy
eiiminated from any form of decision
making); (b) authoritarian benevoient
(whereby the empioyee is aiiowed to
think he is a part of management when in
fact he's not). (¢) consuitative manage-
ment (whereby empioyees discuss
probiems with management): and (d) par-
ticipative management (whereby
empioyees are actuaily a part of decision
making).

Curtis said type A suffered from
80-95% internai theft. type B from
60-75%. type C about 30%. and type D
about 3% (or negiigibie iosses). In short.
Curtis feit that participative management
is the key to the nagging probiem of ioss
due to empioyee theft He defined
management as the ability to contro:
human conduct and said that the security
probiem was oniy an excuse to manage
improperiy.

Answers? Curtis strongiy emphasized
human vaiues. Treat peopie iike human
beings. he offered. and they'ii take care
of you iike famiiy. Though he did not
once mention organized crime in his
presentation. he aiiuded to the fact that
cooperation between empioyees and
management couid effectiveiy reduce. if
not in fact eiiminate. theft probiems of
any nature. The retailers (about 300)
seemed impressed and many struck up
post iecture discussion groups to con-
tempiate ways to impiement Curtis’ pro-
posais.
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Taylor Keynotes NARM ..

wili be "yes.” The seediing of hope that
he sees is the beginning of “a new re-
aiism’’ and a ‘‘resurging faith in
ourseives.” He added that Americans are
‘a much different peopie than we were
ten or fifteen years ago.” and “a tougher
peopie as weii.

As indication of this change in spirit he
cited the trend towards trying to find
soiutions to urban decay and farm prob-
iems at the source of the probiems rather

| than seeking heip from the federai gov-

ernment. He aiso saw the peopie of
America demanding better management
in both government and industry, not on-
iy for the realization of better profits but

| toseethat ‘those profits are put to use in

the best possibie way for society as a
whoie.” He pointed out that the can-
didates for president who seem to be do-
ing the best are those who “convey a
manageriai evpertise.”

All of these trends Tayior sees as in-
dicating that America has “come through
one of the most profoundiy disturbing
periods in the history of this nation™ with
the basic vaiues and decencies of its
peopie intact. Citing Vietnam and
Watergate as most representative of
those traumas he said that there is "no
peopie in the worid who couid have un-
dergone what we underwent and stiii
find themseives with those wounds
heaied in such a very short time
Americans have a great capacity to re-
form, he said, as evidenced by steps now
being taken to guard against the vioia-
tions of citizens' rights by the govern-
ment and to protect the environment, as
weil as to stop corruption in the business
community

Tayior said that "Perhaps the most en-
couraging sign of hope has come in the
area of race reiations particuiarty in
the south.” He said that he sees a need
for a return to a “sense of socia! dis-
cipiine.” and a “sense of community.” He
said that America must reaiize that “the
ruthiess pursuit of seif-interest, without
the tempering of an overaii concern for

the history of this nation. can iead to
even more periious times.” But if this is
reaiized. "We can create a future for this
repubiic that is not oniy good
economicaiiy for its citizens, but
aestheticaity and sociaiiy fuifiiiing and
rewarding.”

Tayior conciuded by reiterating his
opening thought that the profession of
music is worthwhiie and that music can
heip cement society together. He hoped
that music couid heip in renewing the
purpose and vitaiity of Amarica. and that
if this is done. "It wiii mean that future
generations wiii know that . . . Americans
in 1976 took a good iong iook at
themseives and reaffirmed a commit-
ment to the basic vaiues of their nation.

with financiai matters and affairs. who
compiained that the anaiysts don't fuily
understand the nature and workings of
the record business. The anaiysts down-
grade the entire business. they com-
piained. simpiy because one or two poor-
iy managed companies have made it ap-
pear the entire industry is pooriy
managed. Compounding the anaiysts
confusion is the verticaiiy integrated
nature of the business. Harvey Sandier
of Goidman. Sachs & Company. re-
cognized as one of the better Waii Street
anaiysts deaiing with the entertainment
industry. noted that there were “iabeis
invoived in distribution and retaiiing and
rack jobbers invoived in retaiiing and dis-
tribution. It's very difficuit to straighten it
ali out.” He aiso compiained about the
iack of research and market testing
and chided announced saies figures as
‘meaningiess industry statistics.

Positives

Waii Street. it appears. is iooking for
growth and predictabiiity of earnings. as
a means of judging record industry suc-
cesses. Richard Stenken, vice president
of Biyth, Eastman. Diiion & Co.. er-
piained that “in 1960 through 1965, the
industry grew at a rate of 6-7-8% a year.
From 1966 through 1969. with the
economy growing at an acceierated
pace. and the introduction and growth of
tape. the industry grew at a 17%-18%
compound rate for those years. But
we've seen negative unit growth in the
iast 3-4 years. and Waii Street wants to
see positive unit growth in this industry
Lehman Securities’ Charies Kiein was
more upbeat: “Each of the three compc-
nents — manufacturing. rack jobbing and
retaiiing — has potentiai. " But he added
‘it was difficuit for an outsider to
evaiuate a ‘stream’ of earnings.

Management

Corporate management is an impor-
tant consideration in the successes of
different iabeis. according to both the
anaiysts and the industry executives.
Management is the most difficuit thing
to evaiuate. but the most important to
consider.” Kiein deciared. One anaiyst
noted that CBS had just unioaded their
50-store Discount Records chain. Some
investors might wonder, he projected, "if
CBS s seiiing out. it has to be a bad busi-
ness.” But Martin Pompadur of ABC
responded by expiaining “the swap of 50
stores (to Pickwick) means someone can
manage them whiie someone eise can't

Itis the iack of understanding of the re-
cord industry that seems to be hurting
the most. “"The financiai community
doesn't undersand this industry.” one of
the anaiysts commented. "Each ievei of
the industry has had its dramatic in-

consistency and it makes peopie
nervous.” He noted that in recent years.
whiie some companies earnings had
gone up. others had gone down in the
same year. This has reaiiy hurt the in-
dustry in his eyes. And what he insinuat-
ed was that peopie who are nervous
about an industry don't invest their
money in the securities of that industry
no matter how good the individua: com-
panies are in that industry. That goes for
individua: investors and the big money
men, too

Not Upbeat

Sheidon Wooi. CBS vice-president
compiained that the four Wai Street
anaiysts were ‘‘not upbeat.” said that
many companies’ earnings had been
consistent for years, and asked “is there
anything we couid do to heip you?" Shot
back Kiein: “deveiop meaningfu
statistics. We want further disciosure by
the companies of their resuits and the
impact of the individuai components on
their resuits.” He added that there were
inconsistencies in accounting practices.
and suggested each iabei "send in a re-
port each month to an independent ac-
counting firm disciosing how many LP's
were soid, how many were returned and
the net saies for that month.

The anaiysts aiso suggested the in-
dustry expand its markets. and try to se
more goods to the 24-45 age group. Ina
preview of the session to come on the
aduit market, the anaiysts warned that
the industry’'s market base was shrinking
and that something shouid be done to
ev.pand the base of operation

Defense

Not aii of the negative comments by
the anaiysts against the industry went
unchaiienged. Manny Gerard of Warner
Communications. and himseif a former
anaiyst speciatizing in the entertainment
industry. stated that “Warner Comm. has
had si» years of improved earnings.”
whiile Woo! and Cy Lesiie. chairman of
the board for Pickwick and pane
moderator. echoed Gerard’s sentiments
Yet Gerard noted “the probiem to the
financiai community is not the 10 com-
panies that make it, but the one that
doesn't.” He biamed "guiit by associa-
tion” for many of the industry's credibiiity
probiems. and that “inconsistent resuits
can be biamed in many cases on poor
management. He aiso beiieved that “the
chance retaii prices wii! be pushed up is
very smai

Audience Increases

Dick Starr, contacted at NAB in
Chicago. toid CB, “progressive country is
heiping naturaily to increase the au-
dience, it expands the base for your au-
dience. The whoie format of what we're
doing on the automation thing is not in-
tended to replace but add additional
spectrum to the country sounds of sta-
tions we approach.

The country infiuence was picked up a
few years ago by the progressive outiets
who are. in some respects. ahead of their
time. ahead of what's conventional
Esther Phiilips being added by WHFS-
FM, Washington, DC, Kooi And The
Gang being added by KSAN-FM, San
Francisco and the readiiy seen infiuence
of peopie iike Willie Neison, who years
ago wouid have not been added on any
stations but country outiets inspired the
idea for this articie. And these adaptions
to markets by stations, along with the
aiways changing artist repertoire and
ideas wiil be an interesting facet to
watch. It may become “chic" someday
for many stations to program not specific
formats but something of everything.
Who knows?

over this whoie campaign for me. I'm just
doing this to show them that | am
marketabie. |f the peopie hear me and
don't iike it, then fine. But what hurts is
not being abie to be heard

Cash Box asked Lemongelio if he was
interested in revoiutionizing the stan-
dard procedures of breaking as an un-
known artist, which traditionaily invoives
radio promotion, print and radio ads,
merchandising campaigns and press in-
terviews, but aimost never television ad-
vertising. “I'm not trying to revoiutionize
anything; that wasn't the premise of the
campaign. But it is a chailenge to the rec-
ord companies, and it is showing that
there are other ways of breaking artists.
As for whether this will make the com-
panies change, it wili probably
somewhat, maybe a heii of a iot. They
shouid. because we have proved that
awareness and recognition can be
gained in a short period of time. The in-
dustry gets iocked into a certain pattern,
they might think of doing things a new
way. but it is a tough vote. somebody's
got to stick their neck out. To goon TV
and seil, you can iose a lot of money. but
they iose just as much money on a iot of
their artists through their normai chan-

neis.’
Into The Black

Lemongeiio ciaims that the operation
went into the biack about two weeks ago
when sales were at the ieve! of approv-
imatety 20.000 albums. The New York
campaign has cost an estimated
$139,000. and pians cali for a repetition
of the same campaign in Los Angeies in
the next few weeks. Lemongelio claims
that the records are seiling at the rate of
5,300 a week now, and a singie from the
ailbum is being released and will be
handied through the Aipha distribution
setup. Plans cail for retaining the album
in stores after the maii order campaign is
over.

Lemongeilo’'s funding for this project
came from a consortium of investors
which were brought together by a bank-
er from Long Isiand (from where
Lemongello haiis). This banker saw
Lemongetio perform in N.Y. and in Las
Vegas. and when he walked into the
bank, the man recognized him. The
banker was surprised when Lemongelio
told him he was working in construction
and the financing deal was begun.
Lemongeiio Enterprises has soid stock
to 35 outside investors, who because of
a iimitation set by the attorney general’s
office. were only alliowed to invest
$10.000 each. For each $10.000 invest-
ed, the backers receive 1% of the com-
pany. which owns Lemonaello's contract

]

LemongelloTVSpotSuccess. .

for ten years. Because of the amount of
capitai which the principles of the com-
pany were able to raise. the total capital
raised was $500,000.

Fan Mail

Lemongeilo claims that judging from
the fan mail received, his appeail has
ranged from pre-schoolers to senior
citizens, and credits the saturation TV
campaign, which used spots at ali times
of the viewing day for this unusually
broad pattern of acceptance. Aiso he
feels that the commercials themseives,
which featured him singing parts of
several songs dressed in a jumpsuit, a
teather outfit and a suit, have given hima
visual image that is acceptabie to ali age
groups. Lemongetio produced the spots
himself, and realized early on that he
couid not follow the trend of other TV
commercials for records, which mostly
feature albums of greatest hits (using a
crawi which runs the song tities across
whatever visuai information is being
shown). Instead, he used the different
song segments and blended them
musically as well as visuatlly. It worked
out weil because the shots ook iike ex-
cerpts from a TV speciai.

Another reason he gives for his ap-
parent popuiarity among ali age groups
is the music — "mood rock.” which he
describes as "love songs with a rock
feei.” He feeis that the combination of
the iove song and rock style gives himan
advantage which many performers don't
have.

Future plans call for a TV special on
WCBS. futher expansion, market by
market, of the TV campaign, and more
concert appearances. But Lemongelio’s
most important goal, it seems, is a major
iabel affiliation. “I think that if | can get
this kind of exposure, then hook up with
a major label and pop a hit record. then
I'm going to make a iot of noise.

Chris Hall, program director at KATZ said. "If they are both good. | wili piay both. If
there is a major difference in the sound | wiii go with the one that 1 think is the
strongest. | aiso take into account which one | feei wili be better for my market.
Another thirrg | take into consideration is if one was a LP cut beforehand and I'm
already playing it. If so | wili usualiy go with that one. Or sometimes | just piay both
and let the listeners decide which one they like best.

Al Parker, program director at WUFO feeis the whoie thing is very confusing to both |
himseif and his iisteners. “What | do is sit and listen to both records and then decide
which sounds the best. You have to go with your market. You have to go with the right
sound. For exampie in the south a more biuesy thing may be more popuiar rather than
say New York where they're into more finger poppin’ sounds. | just go by my ear. or

Wendeii had just come out of a meet-
ing when CB taiked to him Speaking
about the incident, he ciaims Capitoi was
not entireiy responsibie. In fact Wendeii
said, "KHJ's peopie made a statement on
the air before the aibum was piayed that
Capitoi had not suppiied them with the
LP." Van Dyke said. “Don't be naive .
you know w=2'd never make an an-
nouncement iike that on the air to our
listeners.” He said that KHJ piayed the
LP because they had access to it and
they didn't ever have a need to disciaim
or ciaim on the air who had suppiied the
LP

‘The reacticn has been incredibie,
Van Dyke continued. “the aibum came
through a personai source ... we have
our sources here at KHJ and the RKO
chain . . . it's siliy to assume a company
as big as RKO doesn't have their own
avenues of getting product earty. The
aibum was avaiiabie to us even a week
and a haif befare we aired it. not just one
day. so why shouidn't we go on it. We had
the aibum iong enough to even screen
and edit it. And if the other stations are
going to boycott the LP. ieave it to KHJ
to piay it. We'li cover the aibum for Los
Angeies.”

Capitol's Explanation

Capitoi Records had an erpianation
though. “We have a poiicy of not ever in-
tentionaily siighting any station,” Wen-
deil said. “in any market for an exciusive

we try to sarvice within reason every
station .. | dont have the manpower
though to serve aii stations simui-
taneously . . . it 1s physicaily impossibie.
Capitoi did its best to back up the sta-
tions after | heard KHJ piay the first cut
from the LP on Monday night. We
hustied . . . to get to the rest of the sta-
tions . the time period invoived was
about an hour and a haif iater. | got two of
my promotion guys. one out of the bed
sick. to get to the rest of the FM stations.
I don't understand how KHJ got it. Aii the
LPs were iocked in security . . .oniya few
copies were out and they were in the
hands of oniy one or two promotion peo-
pie.

‘When my promotion man got to
KLOS., Tom Yates (station pd) was
already prepared. He toid us that KLOS
wouid not piay the aibum.

Rick Carroii. pd at KEZY. Anaheim toid
CB on Wednesday (24) that Capitol had
promised them the album on Tuesday,
that the station had been promoting that
fact and they premiered it on Tuesday.
Carrotii said though that, “since the inci-
dent of the initiai airing on KHJ. | have
gotten a totaiiy satisfactory answer from
Bruce Wendeil at Capitol on the situa-
tion.

At this writing, many of the FMs here in
LA have not gotten that satisfactory
answer.

Win Before You Buy

One interesting footnote is the fact
that not only did KHJ have the aibum for
airing the day nefore it was scheduied to
be released but they promoted that fact
with the phrase, “win it before you buy
it.” And even getting the LP from a
personai source that naturaily KHJ and
RKO wouidn't reveal, and airing it ahead
of time. gave the station an edge with the
audience.

The ramifications are yet to be seen.
Questions ieft unanswered inciude what
sales effect wili be in the LA area if the
FMs don't go on the LP. Capitol’s future
security precautions on such hot prod-
uct. and what FMs have to iose audi-
ence-wise by boycotting the LP in the
first piace.

trade magazine of an articie that refiect-
ed pooriy on independent distribution.
and that purported to show artists “fiee-
ing" independent distribution. The arti-
cle caused ertremeiy negative feedback
and reaction towards this magazine.

This ied to a discussion from the fioor
on why the trade papers were once again
evciuded from these sessions. Chairman
Joe Simone dipiomaticaily toid the au-
dience he "didn’'t know who' was respon-
sible for erciuding the press. and after a
discussion on the pros and cons of admit-
ting the press. suggested a fioor vote by
the members attending. Approvimateiy
85%-90% of those attending voted to
open the meeting and invite the press
next year

There were aiso informative sessions
on how to deai with shopping center
owners, the tape market. minicomputers.
financiai matters and how to merchan-
dise the “perfect” record. There was no

doubt in anyone’s mind that the choice of

subjects and speakers was excellent,

they were weii prepared and that

whatever the cost to get them, it was weil

worth it. Self-serving industry hypes on

paneis were kept to a minimum.
Structure Change

NARM aiso announced that Jules
Maiamud has been named president of
NARM, while Mickey Granberg has been
named erecutive director. The former
position of president has been renamed
chairman of the board. and the first
chairman is Danny Heilicher of J.L.
Marsh. It was understood that Maiamud'’s
position wili be a permanent one. and
that the chairman’'s position wiil be a
one-year post.

In the awards category. Cy Leslie was
the winner of the NARM presidentiai
award. while the artist award went to Paul
Anka. The Heilicher brothers — Amos
and Danny — won the rack jobber of the
year award for the second time. while the
retailer of the year award went to Sam
Goody.

buyers is virtuaily the same age group.
education, maie/femaie ratio and same
dispersable income.

* Tape buyers continue to buy rec-
ords and many waik out of stores with a
record and a tape under their arm.

e Aii music selis on tape. Ciassical
music selis better on 8-track. Contrary to
misconceptions, biack music does seli
on cassettes. In generai, the LP and tape
buyers have the same musical
preference.

* Tapes are purchased primarity for
convenience of use and the mass market
tape buyer is non-technicai

e The average consumer is totally
confused about tape prices. He knows
nothing seiis for tist. He believes
cassettes are higher priced than 8 track.
He knows that both are more erpensive
than the LP and beiieves that the higher
tape price is an industry “rip-off” of the
consumer. He is not aware that it costs
more to manufacture a tape than a rec-
ord. The research aiso indicated that
shopping for music is a very pleasurabie
erperience for the consumer.

Other Facts

The above Biruta McShane-presented
information was foiiowed by facts about
the tape manufacturer and tape retailer
presented by Jack Woodman. Inciuded
in his commentary were the foliowing:

The consumer is rejecting quad tapes,
too much electronics in the iiving room.
The use of the plastic pinch rolier in
tapes rather than the rubber roiier is
creating more defective tapes. Many
companies are using cheaper quality
tape than they shoutld be using causing
consumer dissatisfaction. Woodman aiso
advised that GRT wouid build a tape for
which there were orders of at ieast 300
units but in many cases couid not, out of
the entire U.S.. get a minimum 300 unit
order, answering the question as to why
ali releases are not made avaiiabie on
tape.

Display

The retailer of tape is stili very much
confused as to how to dispiay tapes. how
much inventory to carry. how and where
to advertise and which tities to stock.
Research shows that the consumer
wants to browse through tapes and touch
them; cierks in tape departments have
too iittle training in their product and
because of this. many tape buyers use
the LP browser bins as “iibrary reference
cards” and then go to the clerk and ask if
this LP is available in a tape configura-
tion.

Woodman reported that many deaiers

made the mistake of carrying only % of
the titles in tapes because tape was ap-
proximately Vs of the industry voiume.
rather than carrying more titles with
smailer quantities of each number. He
also reveaied that haif of GRT voiume
comes from tities on the top 200 and haif
comes from catalog (tities not on the
charts).
Packaging

When discussion from the fioor
foilowed the presentation. packaging of
tapes was the most discussed problem.
Stan Gortikov, president of RIAA. ad-
vised that the Department of Weights
and Measures has stated that iong box-
ing (or spaghetti boxing) is considered a
deception to the public, leading them to
beiieve that there is more than one tape
in the iong box. Others from the au-
dience said that iong boxing creates the
need for more warehouse space. A rack
jobber advised that the long box caused
great difficulty when the jobber had to
find tape numbers when coilating his re-
turns.

Another jobber advised manufacturers
to plan cover art of their LPs with the
tape in mind, since the reduction to the
small size on the tape frequently ob-
literated the artist's name and the name
of the LP.

Jules Abramson of Phonogram/Mer-
cury Records advised that his iabe! has
already begun the simultaneous release
of all classical product in LP, 8 track and
cassette form.

Don Dempsey advised that Columbia
and Epic are now iong-boxing ail new
tape reieases.

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Copyright Tribunal Jukebox Review Stands
MOA’s Granger, Jukebox Indust. Upset

WASHINGTON. D.C. — When you taik
with Fred Granger, executive vice presi-
dent of the Music Operators of America
(MOA). about the Senate-passed
copyright biii, he immediately repiies.
“The (jukeboy) industry is very upset
about what happened February 19. -

February 19 the Senate voted a
copyright bili. 97 to nothing, which
pegged a jukeboy royaity at $8 per box
per year, and put that fee up for periodic
review by a Copyright Royaity Tribunai.
An amendment to remove jukebores
from periodic review. introduced by Sen.
Hoilings. (D-S.C.). failed to pass by a
wide margin.

That's quite a comedown for the
jukebor operators. Untii 1967. the
operators’ clout in Congress made sure
no royaity rates were ever set. A force to
be reckoned with. MOA agreed to the $8
compromise fee in 1967 in exchange for
its necessary support for other copyright
provisions.

"There have been three provisions to
which we've aiways objected.” says
Granger. “The one doiiar performance
royaity, the fifty-cent registration fee,
and the Copyright Royaity Tribunai.
which wouid open the rates up for re-
view." In 1974, the jukeborers suc-
ceeded in getting ali three provisions de-
ieted from a Senate-passed biti

“"We are unaiterabiy opposed to those
three provisions,” Granger emphasizes.
He adds that after the February 19 vote.
MOA peopie were beginning to take a
hard iine, saying "Why don't we ask for
evemptions, period.”

On the other side of the jukebox fence
are the music pubiishers and
songwriters, the ones to benefit from the
new royaities. "We feel the $8 royaity
rate is far too iow.” says BMI's Bill Frank.

“It was proposed ten years ago. Infiation
has surely eaten it up since then,” he
argues.

“Everything is inflated for our peopie
too.” Granger responds. He points out
that prices are fixed on jukebores. they
can't be raised iike groceries or de-
tergent. “It's difficuit to change prices,”
he claims. “Aithough most piaces now
have two piays for a quarter. there are
stili a iot of places with ten-cent plays.”
To keep up with infiation, jukebox
operators shouid actualiy charge twenty-
five cents a play, Granger feels, “but the
pubiic won't buy that.

The jukeboxers are iooking for an ad-
vocate to go to bat for them in the House
as Senator Hoilings did in the Senate.
‘At this point | don't know of any,” says
MQOA's Washington representative
Nichoias Aiien. “Naturally we hope to
find someone.”

But even if the jukebor people do find
a spokesman, it may not do much good.
The feeiing of most senators was to go
aiong with the Senate Judiciary Commit-
tee-reported bill. It is iikely to be the
same story in the House, where rep-
resentatives have littie time to study the
muititudinous issues invoived in
copyright revision. "It wiii certainiy carry
great weight with them on what the
Senate did.” according to Ailen.

Despite discouraging prospects,
however, MOA is marshaliing its
strength against periodic rate review for
jukebores. “We're going to fight against
it,” declares Granger.

At this point. however, predicting what
wili happen is a iot of crystai bali-gazing,
while the House Judiciary Subcommit-
tee seems to be marking time on
copyright. rather than marking-up. Says
Allen, “lt's in the iap of the gods right
now.

Atari Wins Fun Games Litigation

LOS GATOS, CA. A Santa Ciara
County Superior Court Judge has found
that former Atari empioyees stoie parts
and schematic drawings to cdpy the Atari
video game of “Tank.” The court found
that Lawrence Leppert. an Atari design
engineer, ieft Atari and intentionaliy lied
to conceii the fact that he was going to
work for Mar-Quin. a southern California
company attempting to enter the video
games namufacturing business. Mar-
Quin was deep in debt and Leppert
moved on to Fun Games. Inc.. of
Oakiand. Caiifornia. where he compieted
his work of copying the Atari “Tank”
game.

Superior court Judge John M. Brenner
found that Leppert used Roms (read onty
memories) and schematic drawings
which had been stoien from Atari in or-
der to copy the "Tank" game. The stoien
property enabied Fun Games to enter
the “hot™ market for the “Tank " game two

months eariier than wouid have been
possibie if the defendants had used
honest engineering methods. The stoien
property was aiso used by Fun Games to
manufacture its game of “Bipiane.” an
aerial combat game simiiar to Atari's
video game of “Jet Fighter.

In an opinior filed on March 17, 1976
the court found that the defendants weré
guiity of unfair competition and that Atari
shouid be compensated in money
damages for the improper use of its
Roms and drawings, but denied Atari's
request for an injunction. The amount of
the damages was ieft for determination
at a further court hearing. Atari presi-
dent, Joseph Keenan, stated that the
company intends to pursue the case and
recover aii damages which have been
sustained by reason of the unfair com-
petition. Quoting from Judge Brenner's
opinion, Keenan stated that Leppert's
new employer shouid now be required to
pay up.

‘Suffer ‘Lack Of Direction’

Few Winners Show Up To Collect Awards
Based On Sales Figures; Quebec Ignored

TORONTO — The Canadian music
awards, staged in Toronto March 15,
failed to stir iittie more than resentment
among the recording industry and
generai pubiic here, foilowing a nationai-
iy teievised CBC show that was piagued
with technicai bugs and vacant of known
stars outside of Bachman-Turner Over-
drive.

In many ways the industry in the coun-
try is suffering from a terminal case of
petty-provinciaiism that has long been a
curse on the artistic community. a partiai
reason for the iack of stars on hand to re-
ceive awards. The Juno Awards, as they
are kncwn, have been in evistence for 12
years in varying stages of compietion,
and judging from the iack of direction in
this year's awards, the event has yet to
reach a successfui degree of maturity. It
is the second time the event has been
telecast nationaiiy, the first time iive, and
the first time that awards have been de-
termined by saies figures. It is this iast
fact that has ied to the most cutting re-
marks against the 1976 Awards.

In an editoriai broadcast on the
powerfui and infiuential CHUM-FM radio
in Toronto. news director Larry Wiison
iashed out . .. “Sales is its own reward.
Why can't these be strictiy artistic
awards. After aii, Juno Award recipients
aii jealousiy consider their awards to be
recognitions of artistic prowess ... not
bioody saies bonuses. The record in-
dustry's greed is oniy underiined and
spotiighted under this sort of format.”

Inequities surfaced iike a sore thumb
too. The province of Quebec, an artistic
mecca and one of the most powerfui
sales markets in the country, was virtuai-
iy ignored beyond the naming of Gino
Vanneiii as maie artist of the year.
Bachman-Turner Overdrive. based on
the west coast, picked up awards for top
seliing aibum (“Four Wheei Drive"), top
seliing singie ("You Ain't Seen Nothing
Yet"). and group of the year, but other
west coast acts such as Vaidy and Heart
were washed aside by the wake of
Toronto based acts, a city that is aiso the
hub of the Canadian music industry.

Anne Murray was named country
femaie artist of the year, despite not hav-
ing a country singie in 1975 to hang the
trophy from. and was not present to re-
ceive the award.

Gordon Lightfoot, absent, was again
elected foiksinger of the year and the
Mercey Brothers. another perenniai
favorite, were absent to receive a Juno
Award as top country group of the year.

On a more promising note. Joni
Mitcheii was finaiiy recognized as a ma-
jor Canadian taient and WEA-Canada'’s
president Ken Middieton received the
Juno awarded her as femaie artist of the
year.

Hagood Hardy stoie honors next to
BTO with composer of the year, and in-
strumentai artist of the year awards for
his composition, and subsequent aibum
“The Homecoming.” Peter Anastasoff
was voted producer of the year by a
speciai seiection board. for his ex-
celience in production of Hardy's “The
Homecoming.

Veteran foiksinger Murray Mclauch-
jan was voted country male artist of
the year, whiie newcomers Patricia Dahi-
quist., Dan Hiii and Myies and Lenny

maie artist and group respectively.

Again using a speciai panei. Don Gep-
pert was selected recording engineer
of the year for ercelience on the one-
and-one-haif LP set, "Dompierre,” by
Francois Dompierre. Another panei vot-
ed Bart Schoales top honors under the
best aibum graphics catagory for Bruce
Cockburn’s “Joy Wiii Find A Way" LP.
Ironicaliy. Schoaies did not provide the
artwork on this particuiar aibum jacket.

Though the 12th annual Juno Awards
were far from being a success. there
were some highiights to the event.
Possibiy the most important of aii was the
presentation of a Peopie Award to
former Cash Box Canadian correspon-
dent Wait Grealis. A controversiai figure
here through his own trade pubiication

RPM, the award was made by Randy
Bachman, on behaif of BTO and the
musicians in Canada. for his consider-
abie support and enthusiasm in heiping
estabiish a Canadian music industry per
se. The bronzed Mapie Leaf award bore
the inscription; “You were aiways there
when we needed you

Guest appearances by Biood. Sweat &
Tears with David Ciayton-Thomas and
country singer Carroi Baker aiso con-
tributed some sunshine on an event that
a weatherman might have termed
‘cioudy with intermittent rain.”

To top the whoie crimson and biushing
affair off, the show ran into 20 minutes of
nationa! news time and ended with a re-
ception staged 10 miies away with iess
than an hour to spare before the bar
ciosed for the night. It was a night to pro-
voke more than a night to ceiebrate.

Freddy Fender
Refused Entry
To New Zealand

NEW ZEALAND — Foliowing a suc-
cessfui concert series in Austraiia,
ABC/Dot recording artist Freddy Fender
was refused entry into New Zeaiand to
honor his ten-date performance commit-
ment here. The decision, rendered by
the Minister of Labor and Immigration,
was based on a 15-year-oid marijuana
possession conviction for which Fender
had served three years in the Louisiana
State Penitentiary in 1961

Immediately upon hearing the news,
Louisiana Governor Edwin Edwards ap-
peaied to New Zeaiand officiais via tele-
gram. In Fender's defense. Edwards re-
iterated his fuii pardon which was grant-
ed Sept. 9, 1975 and went on to describe
the singer as a “fine, upstanding, con-
tributing citizen.”

The intervention by Edwards went un-
heeded. however, as New Zeaiand stood
firm in its resoive to exciude Fender who
returned to the U.S in the wake of the
decision.

Standard Broadcast Enters
Lucrative Jingles Market

TORONTO Standard Broadcasting
Corp. Ltd., Toronto, and TM Productions,
Inc., Daiias, have announced a joint pro-
duction project designed to heip Cana-
dian broadcasters and advertisers meet
proposed Canadian Radio and Teievi-
sion Commission requirements for Cana-
dian content commerciais.

TM Productions is highiy respected in
Canada and the United States as a ieader
in radio production aids such as station
ID jingies and production iibraries. By
association with TM, Standard intends to
create Canadian product with the tradi-
tion of quatity and erpertise estabiished
over the years by TM Productions.

The initial agreement caiis for
$250,000 to be spent on Canadian pro-
duction, creating immediate empioy-
ment for Canadian musicians and sing-
ers.

The project wiil be administered by
Standard'’s subsidiary. St. Ciair Produc-
tions Ltd., which has aiready achieved
prominence in program syndication and
aliied fieids.

Standard’s Jim Hartford, on announc-
ing the project, admitted that the com-
pany couid not have considered entering
the fieid without CRTC reguiations. “"We
feei that the production and saies tech-
niques which TM Productions has de-
veioped over their ten-year history wiii
be invaiuable to us. In fact. we erpect
that because of the highiy competitive
nature of the production business, these
techniques wiii eventualiy iead to more
and better production from the entire in-
dustry in Canada.

“Qur Canadian ciients have naturaiiy
erpressed concern about being abie to
continue to iease and use TM products
under the proposed CRTC ruies.” ex-
piained Jim Long, erecutive officer of
TM. “We have entered into this agree-
ment with St. Ciair Productions to ensure
that TM product wiii continue to be avaii-
abie to Canadian broadcasters for their
commerciai production and station 1Ds.
Towards this end, suppiements to ‘the
producer’ library have been recorded in
Toronto. ‘'The producer’ is the most com-
piete commerciai iibrary ever produced
and is currentiy iicensed to--over 400
radio stations inthe U.S. and Canada.”

Two new commercial iibrary series are
now underway. The first is Masterpian. a
proven advertising. production and saies
system which inciudes compiete cam-
paigns from the award-winning Chuck
Biore iibrary. The second is The Music
Source, which is a compiete commerciai
and production iibrary. Production of a
teievision audio advertising campaign,
Where You Beiong, and severai new
radio |D series are aiso underway.

CJOB radio, Winnipeg. is the first
ciient to purchase a TM station ID
package from St. Ciair Productions un-
der this arrangement.

St. Ciair Productions is in the process
of building staff to handie the new pro-
ject. The musicai director for ali com-
merciai packages is the much respected
Bobby Edwards, weli-known for his own
recorded work and iong-time invoive-
mentinthe jingles fieid.

On March 31, Diana Ross performed to
a soid out 2000-seater in Antwerp. The
nert day she presented her new fiim
“Mahogany" in the same town. Diana’s
singie "Theme From Mahogany (Do You
Know Where You're Going To)" and the
LP “Diana Ross" are both moving up the
charts. The soundtrack of the fiim is aiso
doing very weil.

EMI Belgium has announced that WEA-
recording artist Pierre Rapsat wiii rep-
resent Beigium in this year's Eurovision
song contest. The festivai wiii be heid in
Den Haag. Hoiiand Aprii 3.

Julos Beaucarne (RCA) has begun a
3-week tour of Canada to piay on radio
and teievision programs. In May Juios
wiil tour Switzeriand. whiie the whoie
month of June wiii be dedicated to a
feature fiim, “Portrait Of Juios” to be
screened on major networks in most
French-speaking countries.

For Licensees

LOS ANGELES — Haven Records, re-
centiy signed with Arista Records to
manufacture and distribute Haven prod-
uct in the United States, United Kingdom
and Canada. is currentiy seeking foreign
licensing affiiiations for their catalog in
the remaining territories. Haven vice-
president and generai manager Eddie
Lambert is in preiiminary discussion with
severai parties and Haven attorney
Bruce Grakai is currentiy (from March
24) in London conducting initiai meet-
ings with another group of potentiali
iicensees.

Dennis Lambert and Brian Potter, who
head the iabei, add. “We've been in con-
tact with severai of the firms scouted by
Eddie and Bruce. and, aithough we're
open to further offers, we pian to con-
ciude our deal within the next six weeks.
With the internationai stature of such
Haven acts as the Righteous Brothers
and Rob Griii and the Grass Roots.
among others, we expect to enjoy great
success in the worid market before the
yearisover.”

Verve, an important jazz line of the
fifties and sirties, wiii now offer many
performances not availabie on record for
15 years. The reactivation of the iabei
and these first aibum reieases were
directed by Robert Hurwitz, a&r director
for the Verve and ECM iabeis. Aii of the
recordings were originaiiy produced by
Norman Granz.

Si» doubie albums comprise the debut
package, featuring Charlie Parker's first
Verve sessions (inciuding the Parker &
Strings and Dizzy Giilespie recordings);
Lester "Pres” Young's 1956 recording
with Teddy Wilson and the 1952 record-
ing with Oscar Peterson (presented in
entirety for the first time); Bud Poweii's
first four Verve sessions in the eariy 50's;
Dizzy Giilespie’'s 1956 sessions with
Sonny Rollins and Sonny Stitt; a “Jazz at

performances by Les Paui, Nat King Cole
and others in their first 1944 concert
together; the other haif presents Biliie
Holiday in performance on Aprii 22,
1946 and Biilie's first Verve studio
session dating back to 1952 with Oscar
Peterson, Paui Quinichette and Barney
Kessei.

The re-issues are being released the
way they were recorded, without
artificiai stereo rechanneiing. A fuli size
poster has bean designed, compiling the
originai aibum covers done especially
for this project.

Each of the records is being re-
mastered and there wili be ertra care
taken in terms of packaging and press-
ings (each record will be in a poly-
ethyiene sieeve, for exampie). “We are
treating this music with the same respect
generaily resgrved for ciassicai music.”

these performances are ciassics.”

BUENOS AIRES - Doctor Carios
Garber, a&r director of Trova Records in
Buenos Aires. reported that his company
wiii be present among the participants at
Muserpo '76. which wiii take place in
New Orieans nert September. Garber
considers that results of Muserpo '75
in Las Vegas - despite some organiza-
tionai fiaws — have been ertremeiy
positive and that he is wideiy justified in
taking part at the new event. Trova,
which is engaged in an aggressive in-

NEW YORK — Don Schilitten president
of Xanadu Records Ltd., has announced
an expansion of activities to include the
production of jazz concerts.

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Why Is France Different? (Conclusion)

This is the second and conciuding por-
tion of an interview begun iast week with
international consuitant Jean-Marc Bet.
CASH BOX: How does the single stack
up against the album when it comes to
selling the artist in France?

BEL: The single is very seldom just con-
sidered an LP cut. If it does play apart in
selling an album it's because the com-
pany has built the artist's image very
carefully. It's a long way from a hit single
to album sales: TV appearances, press
reviews, distribution efficiency — and ali
sometimes leading nowhere. Or to a iot
of returns. Just as radio is the key word
to selling singles, distribution is the vital
link in album sales. Though rack jobbing
and wholesale operations keep increas-
ing, distribution to retailers often marks
the difference between LP sales and no
LP sales. About 300 key French retailers
and a score of importers have buiit a
select, sophisticated clientele — an elite
for which LPs are not factory-sealed, as
most shops have equipment for
customers to listen to new product

CASH BOX: The retailers keep a ciose
puise on their market.

BEL: A specialized buyer/selier, who
often knows better than a seasoned in-
ternational a&r representative who's who
in pop, rock and even country, is in
permanent touch with the public. He
gauges the “frustration” level of the
French. He watches their reaction to
domestic radio and TV programming and
measures their devotion to American
musical fashions. Because American
pop music is an undeniable fact around
the world, it has — especially in France
—avery active mouth-to-ear network ex-
ists through pop publications such as
"Best,” "Rock 'N Foik,” “Extra” and
“Goid."

These magazines run compiete and
comprehensive stories on U.S. talents.
Their stars — Janis Joplin, Jimi Hendrix,
Leon Russeli, Patti Smith, etc. — are de-
veloped long before sales figures come
home. Fan followings emerge for Chick
Corea, Free, ELP, Lou Reed and many
others — with a littie heip from the im-
porters. import is definitely the stepping
stone. An imported LP might start retaii-
ing as high as $12 in France. Such is the
extent of the import market that major
companies — especially WEA — have
developed complete import lines with
prices and licensing facilities becoming
the nucleus of their contracts.

CASH BOX: Does importation demand a
great deai of promotion?

BEL: Import is a promotion in itseif which
can save a lot of free copies which would
be given away otherwise. Reviewers and
top djs wiil buy “import.” Whether or not
it istrue for an unknown act, itremains as
true for established acts. Most fans will
go along with short manufacturing de-
lays, thus giving key importers (Lido
Musique, Point Show, Givaude
Givaudan, Cilementine) the chance to
prove their skill at marketing new acts
who, for a while, will be import items on-
ly, before the rush for the new Dyian, Cat
Stevens or Led Zeppeiin which wiil have
two or three weeks to sell. If the newer
product proves itself to be good through
the import “test,” it wiil be released.
Then, of no smail importance, France is
the only country outside of the U.S., to
my knowiedge, where the complete
Eivis catalogue is available. And to have
the compiete Elvis, Beatles or Stones
collections is the pride of thousands of
devoted fans. There's even a parallel
market where a hard-to-find original
“King Creole"” might sell for $50 or more.
Nostalgia is here to stay and if “American
Graffiti,” as a movie, hasn't overwhelmed
France, the music itse!f has been a
tremendous success. Repackaging and

recoupling are both the name of the
game. It only takes a creative marketing
department to make a '62 Gene Vincent
package into a hit album.

CASH BOX: But we're drifting away from
distribution.

BEL: That's when distribution makes the
difference. Very few albums achieve
goid (100,000 copies soid) status in
France, with a noticeable exception be-
ing Pink Fioyd. But it's worth manufac-
turing 3.000 LPs nevertheless. Factory
prices average $1 and the wholesaie
price $4. As few units are given away,
publicity and promotion are nonexistent
{compared with U.S. standards), so retail
exposure is an absolute necessity. That's
why so much depends on distribution
and the rep-retaili reiationship.

CASH BOX: How are the labels adapting
tolhis?

BEL: Companies are erpanding their
field operations. After Phonogram and
CBS, RCA, which has completely rebuilt
its French company these last two years,
is turning into an album-oriented com-
pany — yet enjoying single success —
through brand new distribution. Carrere,
who's got top French MOR acts, has re-
formed its distribution too, and is more
and more involved in LP projects.
CASHBOX: Does this apply to jazz lines
as well?

BEL: If pop LPs are “taken care of.” jazz
is looked upon with great reverence.
One of the most famous jazz catalogues,
"Black And White," released in France
years ago, is still alive and doing well all
over Europe. A good jazz line wili aiways
be astrength for a U.S. company deaiing
with France. Companies working new
distribution in France are often identified
by their jazz catalogue. A jazz catalogue
of a hundred items, properly marketed,
might sell 150,000 units a year to a
turnover at a wholesale leve! of
$500.000. Jazz is programmed daily on
national FM and though most jazz
albums sell on an average of only a cou-
ple of thousand copies a year, they sell
constantly. Retailers trust jazz and will
stock jazz product. Reps are as proud of
their jazz lines as they are of their
classical catalogues. Jazz is . . . legal in
France. From this standpoint, the situa-
tion of Anglo-American pop music is a bit

different. Sales figures are unpredicta-
ble; pop has not yet achieved jazz status
in France. Yet through new distribution
poiicies and the development of dis-
count marketing of stereo equipment,
the pop LP market is increasing every
year. French radio stations will now play
a song as an LP cut and are even asking
whether a single will be released or not.
The pop LP market deveioped from
American catalogues has heiped a new
generation of French singers (mostly
composer/iyricists) to compete with
American acts on new levelis. On the
other hand, budget LPs have created a
certain confusion and the whole LP
situation is a very fast-moving situation.

CASH BOX: Can you give us a summary,
Jean-Marc?

BEL: Basically, it becomes less
necessary for French companies to have
American catalogues to feed their dis-
tribution and harder for American com-
panies to penetrate a nearly saturated
market. International a&r faces the
probiem of seiling American music in
20% of the local markets, and thus
becomes more and more selective. Ris-
ing factory costs make it harder to turn
catalogue into profit even when guaran-
tees are recouped. And when that hap-
pens, dissatisfaction and misunderstand-
ing appear. Americans will sell a
catalogue based on a number of top acts
and then look for the hit single to aid the
catalogue in "selling itself.” When no hit
single is evident, the excitement disap-
pears. Nevertheless, as there is a public
for American music, the demand is here.

RCA, CBS Profit:
French Jazz
Sales Up 20%

PARIS — it's true — both sides of the
Atiantic take a big interest in jazz. In
1975 jazz saies in France increased by
20% compared with previous years.
Many previously unreieased recordings
of ciassics by such artists as G ienn Miiier
and Fats Waiier on the Black & White
iabei (created by RCA, France) are doing
very weii. Again this year RCA has de-
veloped a new series, "Biuebird,” which
consists of biues artists Sonny Boy
Wiiliamson, Memphis Siim, & Big Biii
Broonzy who are getting strong support
from young French audiences. Kudu
CTIl, also distributed by RCA which
represents the contemporary jazz idiom
and isdoing well.

CBS has reieased the entire Count
Basie recording output, inciuding doubie
aibums recorded from the '30s to the
'60s, and selections from the 'Goiden
Period’ of Biiiie Hoiiday ('30s & '40s) with
the smaii band of Teddy Wiison. “New"
albums complete the series dedicat-
ed to Miss Holiday with some previousiy
unreieased materiai. CBS has aiso ac-
quired distribution rights for Bethiehem
which was very active at the end of the
'50s. Of some 186 Bethiehem record-
ings, ali of Europe wiii soon see some
great reieases inciuding product from
Art Biakey with the big band and the im-
mortai John Coitrane as soloist: ciassics
from Duke Eiiington; the Chariie Mingus
Sextet with Biii Evans; and Nina Simone.
Biue Note is also enjoying increased
saies through Lester Young's “Aiaddin
Sessions’ which has won both the
"Academy Award"” and the "Prize of the
Academy.”
