Let The Press In 

In the business -like atmosphere of the recent NARM Convention of a few 
weeks ago, during which the credo of 'let's face up to the problems of the 
industry and come to grips with them in a mature manner" was heard as an 
opener in almost every seminar and business discussion, it was quite childish 
of some NARM members to ban the press from the opening manufacturer, 
distributor and rack jobber closed meetings." 

By keeping the press out, those people who for whatever reasons are 
unable to attend NARM miss out totally because no experienced journalist is 

present to record the' happenings." Certainly barring the press is no answer; 
Cash Box reported on the discussions at all three meetings, as those who 
attended were quick to provide information on what happened behind the 
closed doors. 

But there's more to the issue than that. Only the medium of the press can 
expose key issues to a broader segment of the industry. Only the press can 
continue reporting and analyzing the issues. NARM is once a year. The trade 
press is weekly, with news of interest to all segments of the industry. And it's 
the press that brings news of NARM, and the rest of the industry, to every 
sector,NARM members or not, all the time. 

There should be nothing secretive about NARM business. Off the record 
comments during these individual meetings can remain off the record, while 
the important comments, news, data, information and opinions on the issues 
expressed by those in attendance can be presented. That reportage is Cash 
Box's duty. 

The independent distributors and manufacturers voted to admit the press, 
by a vote from the floor that those present stated was 80%-90% of those in 

attendance. We'd like to know what those who voted against the press are 
trying to hide. 

The NARM Board of Directors must permit coverage of these meetings in 

the future, for a fairer discussion of the issues on all sides - by those who 
attend the convention and those who don't. It would also be consistent with 
the openness being sought by the majority of NARM members who are tired 
of the dishonest and secretive nature of some people involved in the business.

WEA '75 U.S. Record Sales $220 Mil. 
Company First To Take `Fuller Disclosure' Step In Effort To Boost Disk 
Industry On Wall St.: CBS Record Division Sales Estimated At S200 Million 

by Gary Cohen 
NEW YORK - The Warner-Elektra-At- 
lantic group of companies had domestic 
record sales of $220 million in 1975, ac- 
cording to a breakdown of their overall 
record division sales appearing in the 
1975 Warner Communications Inc. (WCI) 
annual report. In addition. WEA Interna- 
tional had sales last year of $75 million. 
while music publishing accounted for an 
additional $17 million in sales, for an 
overall total (previously reported) of 
$313 million. 

The $220 million figure represents the 
distributor's selling price, or the price of 
records and tapes from the WEA 
branches, to each retail and wholesale 
account in the country that buys from 
WEA. The total sales, therefore, of 
Warner/Reprise, El ektra/Asylum and At- 
lantic/Atco, in albums, singles and tapes. 
came to $220 million. Separate 
breakdowns on how much was done by 
WEA were not revealed. 

Sales Breakdown 
The breakdown of record division 

sales by WCI into component parts - in 
this case domestic record sales, interna- 
tional record sales and publishing 
represents the first move by a major 
public company involved in the record 
business to break out individual 
categories of sales. Previously, all that 
had been released was one overall 
figure encompassing all divisions, and 
not the separate figures in each division. 

It was understood that the decision to 
provide a breakdown of sales came in 
response to requests from the investing 
public and Wall Street. for fuller dis- 
closure of sales and earnings of com- 
panies involved in the record business. 
The need for more comprehensive and 
realistic figures on domestic record sales 
had been a key topic at the recent 
NARM convention in Florida, and these 

figures represent a first step for a major 
label involved in the record business. 
They also enable people both inside and 
outside the industry to examine and un- 
derstand the relative size and im- 
portance of those corporations involved 
in the record business. 

Other companies involved in the rec- 
ord industry followed their traditional 
disclosure policies. usually providing 
one amount for their record division 
sales (including publishing and related 
fields), and in some cases, record 
division earnings. 

CBS 
CBS. for example, reported their rec- 

ord division sales at $484.3 million for 
1975, including domestic and interna- 
tional record sales, music publishing, 
record pressing and custom production 
sales in the overall $484 million figure. 
CBS does not provide a breakdown as to 

Nationwide Survey Of Cassette Sales 
Finds Penetration, Sales Increasing 
NEW YORK -A nationwide survey of 
manufacturers, distributors and retailers 
has revealed several points about the 
market for pre-recorded cassettes: 

Cassettes Account for roughly 20% 
of all tape sales, which are generally 30% 
of total sales, making the cassette share 
of the total market roughly about 6%. 

Cassettes are generally limited to 
established artists and proven sellers. 
Many retailers complain that this con- 
stitutes a lack of product which hurts 
their cassette sales. 

Cassettes and tapes in general pre- 
sent special problems for the retailer in 
terms of display and theft because of 
their small size. 

Many retailers are reluctant to stock 
cassettes because when they were in- 
itially marketed there were few high - 
quality cassette players on the market, 
which severely limited sales. This reluc- 
tance on the part of retailers is what 
causes manufacturers to limit their pro- 
duction. 

Cassettes are strongest among 
classical buyers, the military, and in 
Europe. They are the weakest in the 
south, and therefore, with country music 
buyers. 

Upsurge 
There are many indications. according 

to those polled. that cassette sales are on 
the upsurge. with many reasons given. 
One is that the auto industry, long used 
to instaling only eight track machines, is 
now beginning to install a larger number 
of cassette players. There has been an 
increase in quality cassette decks for the 
home, with the widespread use of the 
Dolby noise reduction system. Also, the 
use of the Dolby system in the making of 
the tapes by an increasing number of 
manufacturers has improved the sound 
quality. 

Russ Solomon, president of Tower 
Records in California and a leader in the 
retailing of cassettes, said, "If the manu- 
facturer would issue cassettes like they 
do eight tracks the market would in- 
crease. You can't sell them if you don't 
have them. Retailers are becoming 
enlightened about the quality hardware 
available for playing cassettes. There are 
more machines in cars. people are 
becoming aware of the good sound. In

ten years. I think, cassettes will be the 
standard for tape. There is a responsibil- 
ity on the part of the retailers to stock 
them and there is a more serious respon- 
sibility on the part of the manufacturers 
to make them available." 

Not Enough Retail 
Biruta McShane. however. manager of 

marketing services for GRT, said, "The 
problem with cassettes is that there is 
not enough exposure at the retail level." 

The problem of retailing cassettes is 
two-sided. Retailers are reluctant to 
stock them because of past failure and 
because of security and display prob- 
lems, and manufacturers are reluctant to 
make them because the retailers are re- 
luctant to buy them. 

Says Solomon. "It's hard to control and 
display them. It is amazing that tape is as 
big as it is because all tape is small and 
therefore easier to steal." Retailers have 
good reason to be afraid for that reason. 
Tower's supermarket display techniques 
allow for great quantities of tape to be on 
the floor instead of behind glass and they 
cope with security problems by watching 
customers and by prosecuting everyone 
caught. 

Ben Karol of King Karol in New York, 
says, "It is impossible to let the 
customers browse through the tape. You 
have to give tape customers personal at- 
tention. And when customers can't touch 
the product, whatever it is. they tend to 
buy less." 

Only Proven Artists 
Rick Frio of MCA said that they do 

not make cassettes on unproven pro- 
duct. They must feel that a record will 
sell between 1000 and 2000 
cassettes before a cassette will be 
made. However, for product which is 
certain to go top 30. cassette sales for 
MCA are 5-6% of LP sales. As for 
country, where cassettes are weakest 
and eight track strongest, MCA makes 
cassettes only on its top two artists. 
Top country artists will do up to 50% 
of sales on tape as compared with a 
top pop album, which will do almost 
30%. 

Strength Tied To Product 

Frio sees the strengtn of cassettes 

directly tied to the strength of the in- 
dividual product. "As product gets bet- 
ter, cassettes will grow. The cassette 
buyer is not an impulse buyer." Tom Van 
Gessell of CRP, the manufacturing 
division of CBS Records agrees. saying 
"If Elektra has an Eagles, they'll sell a lot 
of tape." 

Harold Sulman, head buyer for ABC 
Record and Tape Sales, said of 
cassettes, "We don't even buy them ex- 
cept for our top 200 and key new re- 
leases." He added that some branches 
literally buy no cassettes. 

Some manufacturers have seen a rise 
in cassette sales, however. Bob Elliot, 
head of the tape division of A&M. said he 
has seen a rise of a few percent in 
cassette sales recently and thinks that it 
is due in large part to the MOR field,

how much in sales are done by each part 
of the overall operation. 

Market Shares 
Cash Box surveyed a number of key 

retail and rack jobber accounts. to de- 
termine what percentage of their busi- 
ness was done with each major branch 
operation and with independent dis- 
tributors. From the information gathered, 
particularly on the two industry leaders, 
CB estimates that the WEA group con- 
trols somewhere between 17%-19% of 
the overall market, with the CBS group 
accounting for 14%-17% of the overall 
market. Those figures mean that for ev- 
ery dollar spent by a retailer or rack job- 
ber on records, 17e -19e goes to WEA, 
and 14i -17f goes to CBS, while the rest 
goes elsewhere. At the very least, the 
WEA group of labels is slightly larger, 
and is responsible for somewhat more in 
sales overall, than the CBS group of 
labels. 

If this is so, then the sales of the Col- 
umbia/Epic/Custom labels in 1975 came 
to somewhere between $190-$215 
million, out of the $484 million reported. 
The other $260 million of the CBS/Rec- 
ords group sales, then, are done in in- 
ternational sales, publishing, pressing 
and production. 

International 
Breaking those figures down further, 

since CBS has claimed to be three times 
the size of their "nearest competitor" in 
international sales, and maintained the 
accuracy of that claim after seeing 
WEA's $75 million internationally. CBS 
International sales would approximate 
$200 million. That would leave another 
$80-$100 million, the bulk of which is 
probably done by their pressing and pro- 
duction arm. 

Cash Box discussed these sales 
figures, projected breakdowns and 
market shares with a Wall Street 
securities analyst familiar with record in- 
dustry operations. He felt we couldn't be 
"terribly far off on these figures," and

Salstone/Heilicher/Roberts 
St. Louis Battle Shaping Up 

by Gary Cohen 
ST. LOUIS - Is the independent manu- 
facturer ready to take a stand against 
putting too many of his eggs in one 
basket distributor -wise? The question 
has risen to the forefront with the ex- 
pected announcement that Milt Salstone 
will open a branch of M.S. Distributing in 
St. Louis. And since this situation can't 
exist without Salstone picking up a 
number of key independent labels, there 
was immediate speculation on which 
lines would switch from Roberts, a part of 
the Transamerica operation. and Com- 
mercial Music. a part of the 
Heilicher/Pickwick organization, over to 
Milt Salstone. 

Tumult 

The move by Salstone to open in St. 
Louis, long awaited but now imminent, is 
expected to -create a tumult in indepen- 
dent distribution, and bring to a head the 
conflict between independently owned 
independent distribution and corporate- 
ly owned independent distribution (such 
as Roberts and Heilicher in St. Louis). 
Those two are presently the only two in- 
die distributors in the market. 

A Choice 
It was believed throughout the in- 

dustry that Salstone was opening up to 
offer a choice to the manufacturers, 
whose business. in many cases, is 
becoming increasingly concentrated in 
the hands of a few. The Heilicher or- 
ganization, it is understood, already con- 
trols between 5 and 10% of the overall 
retail/rack jobbing/one stop business in 
the country. And with their independent 
distribution facilities in Minneapolis. 
Dallas. Miami, and in the last year Atlanta 
and then Memphis, along with Com- 
mercial in St. Louis, Heilicher is a con- 
siderable force in indie distribution. One

Anti -Piracy State 
TOPEKA. KANSAS Kansas now 
becomes the 41st state, as Governor 
Robert F. Bennett has signed an anti - 
piracy bill into law.

I FRONT COVER 

After almost ten years on the profession- 
al music scene. Gary Wright last year em- 
barked on a solo recording career at 
Warner Bros. It was a calculated gamble 
for Wright who had taken it upon himself 
to not only compose and produce but 
perform virtually all vocal and instrumen- 
tal parts on his debut for the label. The 
gamble paid off handsomely and the re- 
sultant album, "The Dream Weaver," has 
not only turned gold but has yielded two 
hit singles. the recent #1 record "Dream 
Weaver" and his current hit "Love Is 
Alive." 

The excitement of "The Dream 
Weaver" is reflected in Gary Wright's live 
performance; it, like the album, is an ad- 
venturous departure from the ordinary. 
He leads an all -keyboard (plus drums) 
group with a sound that is a curiously ap- 
pealing mixture of progressive rock and 
rhythm and blues. 

Wright's path to his current solo suc- 
cess began in the sixties when he left his 
native New Jersey to study medicine in 
Europe. He eventually formed Spooky 
Tooth in England and recorded and 
toured with the band from 1967 through 
1974 with time out for some solo experi- 
ments plus production and session work 
with a variety of artists including George 
Harrison, Tim Rose and Steve Gibbons. 

Wright is now preparing his follow-up 
Warner Bros. album and has produced 
the next album for fellow Warners artist, 
Peter Ivers. His current success on the 
charts and on the road has confirmed 
that he is one of the most professional 
people in contemporary music. 
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Stones, Led Zeppelin Airings Stun Atlantic 
L.A.'s KMET-FM, KHJ ist On Unreleased LPs 
LOS ANGELES - In the wake of an an- 
gry boycott by three L.A. FM stations 
protesting the premature exclusive air- 
ing of the new Wings LP on Capitol, 
Atlantic Records was shocked last week 
by sneak previews of new albums by Led 
Zeppelin and the Rolling Stones. Ac- 
cording to Dick Kline, Atlantic promotion 
vice president, Led Zeppelin was sched- 
uled for release April 5 with Stones' 
product to follow ten days later. 

With FM broadcasters crying 'foul 
play" and suggesting that record com- 
panies are unfairly giving powerful sta- 
tions important new product for ex- 
clusive airing. KMET-FM (Metromedia's 
L.A. affiliate) last Tues. (30) aired a tape 
of the Led Zeppelin LP "Presence." Six 
hours later, KHJ followed through on its 
promise made earlier in the week and 
played the new Stones album "Black 
And Blue." 

'Cease and Desist' 
Shortly after the KHJ airing, attorneys 

for the Stones in L.A. sent a "cease and 
desist" demand to the station asking it to 
withdraw the album from its playlist im- 
mediately. 

The Led Zeppelin situation with 
KMET-FM was resolved when Atlantic 
issued a telegram okaying advance play 

by J.B. Carmicle and David Budge 
of the LP nationally. The label rushed the 
Zeppelin's first product since "Physical 
Graffiti" (a year ago) and most stations 
were believed to be in possession of it by 
nightfail on Tues. (30). 

Jagger Comments 
Last Wed. night (31), Mick Jagger 

(through a spokesman) issued the follow- 
ing statement to Cash Box: "Beyond all 
the craziness and fun, and everything 
else associated with pop -rock music, lies 
a certain basic set of standards, an un- 
derstanding. What has been happening 
with the album smacks of elitism and 
favoritism, and has no place in music. 
Something like this is not within the re- 
alm of that implicit agreement. The Roll- 
ing Stones are going to continue with 
their legal action to make sure this 
doesn't happen again." 

Stones attorneys appeared in court in 
L.A. last Thurs. (Apr. 1) seeking to ascer- 
tain the group's legal rights with regard 
to publishing and copyright, but the mat- 
ter was still unresolved at press time. 
Atlantic Records, according to Kline, had 
no reason to take legal action. He did 
say, however, that the company in- 
tended to tighten security on future 

product releases. 
Atlantic Reacts 

The airing of the Led Zeppelin LP 
elicited an immediate reaction from 
Atlantic in which the company asked the 
station to withdraw the product. KMET 
operations director Sam Bellamy issued 
a formal memo to her on -air staff that no 
further use of the Zeppelin tape was to 
be made. Thom O'Hair, however, ig- 
nored the memo and repeated the pre- 
vious airing of the tape on his evening 
program. Bellamy told CB, "They (Atlan- 
tic) called immediately and we took the 
LP off the air." Ms. Bellamy declined to 
comment whether KMET planned to dis- 
cipline O'Hair, but she did face the 
touchy subject of advance exclusive 
product preview: "We have the Rolling 
Stones too, but we're not going to play it 
until Atlantic gives us the go-ahead. If we 
get advance exclusives from reliable 
sources, we won't stop airing them un- 
less ordered by the record companies 
specifically through an injunction. It is 
something one party or another offered 
us ... it's nothing we planned for ... like 
KHJ ... we didn't promote the fact that 
we were going to play the Zeppelin to 
the whole world, we just did it."

NYC Price War Escalates 
As Goody, Korvette Do Battle 
NEW YORK - The price war among the 
two dominant retail record forces in New 
York City, Sam Goody and Korvettes, 
seems to be heating up and escalating, at 
least judging by their ads in the Arts & 

Leisure section of the Sunday New York 
Times. 

In last Sunday's Times, Goody con- 
tinued their weekly "with this ad" policy 
of $4.29 for any album on the Atlantic/- 
Atco, Capitol or MGM/Verve/DG labels. 
among others. In addition, an extra 
coupon was included in the ad offering 
one Warner/Reprise album for $4.29, or 
three or more for $3.66 each. There was 
also a coupon good for one Angel album 
at $3.99 for one. or three or more for 
$3.33 each. 

All On Sale 
In the Times of a week ago. Goody had 

the same $4.29 for one/$3.66 for three 
or more for Columbia, and a similar 
group of labels at $4.29. The prior week, 
Goody, in a departure from offering sale 
merchandise only with an ad, put every 
album in the store on sate for $3.99, 

without needing the ad to qualify for the 
special price. 

Korvette has not been standing by idly 
watching. After a series of $4.26 for 
pop/$3.66 for classical specials on a 
selected group of labels, this week 
Korvettes put a series of labels out for 
$3.69, including product on RCA, Capi- 
tol, Elektra and Mercury. In addition, 
Korvettes devoted an additional full 
page to the new Paul McCartney & Wings 
album, the McCartney catalogue and the 
entire Beatles catalogue, all at $3.69. 
There was an additional half page for the 
David Bowie album at $3.69. 

Factors 
The retail price competition may have 

intensified for a number of reasons. First, 
the retail picture has turned soft and 
sales of records are down. Perhaps the 
release of the Wings and Led Zeppelin 
albums will draw consumers back into 
the stores (see separate story on sales). 
Secondly, the retail scene in New York 
City is compounded by the aggressive 
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Yetnikoff Details Success Of 
CBS For Securities Analysts 
NEW YORK - Walter Yetnikoff, presi- 
dent of the CBS/Records group, in an 
address before a group of securities 
analysts, detailed a three -pronged pro- 
gram in which CBS will build sales and 
carry momentum on established artists, 
while developing new ones. He also 
pointed with pride to CBS domination of 
album charts in January, with the num- 
bers one, two, three and four albums for 
four weeks in a row, and that CBS had 
the number one album for 14 con- 
secutive weeks. He also noted that a re- 
cord in the top ten may have sales 20 to 
30 times greater than an album on the 
bottom 50 of the chart. 

Explaining his marketing strategy, Yet- 
nikoff outlined the three key elements. 
"The first was to sharply raise the sales 

levels of as many of our established 
artists as possible. The second point was 
to carry this momentum into 1976. And 
the third is to accelerate the develop- 
ment of new artists." As examples of 
point one, Yetnikoff pointed to Earth. 
Wind & Fire, who have gone from 
200,000 unit sellers before joining 
Columbia, to a group that in 1975 sold 
four million albums in the U.S. alone, and 
Janis Ian, who enjoyed two gold records 
and a number one single with CBS. Yet- 
nikoff attributed the momentum to in- 
creased sales throughout the entire CBS 
artist roster, a 40% increase in singles 
sales this year over the first two months 
of last year, and his personal assurance 
that 14 albums Columbia will be releas -

NEW YORK - Columbia Records 
has promoted Bob Sherwood to the posi- 
tion of director of national promotion and 
given him extended responsibilities in 
that area.

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Committees Seek Broadcast 
Music License Revision 

by Sue Forrest 
LOS ANGELES - 7,000 broadcast sta- 
tions throughout the nation are currently 
licensed with ASCAP and BMI, the two 
major non-profit musical performing 
rights licensing bodies. Each station is 
required to fill out a "statement of ac- 
count" to the licensing organizations 
based on their gross revenue. TV broad- 
casters such as Warren Larson and Hal 
Christensen have for many years found 
the necessary licensing forms "difficult 
to understand," and fear that artists, 
writers, and publishers whose songs 
cross the airwaves may not be getting 
their just due. 

To bring the music licensing and 
broadcast industries to a clearer un- 
derstanding, and to secure payment for 
the artists. writers and publishers in- 
volved. the Ail Industry TV Music Li- 
cense Committee and the Ali Industry 
Radio License Committee were formed. 
The Institute of Broadcast Financial 
Management, another arm concerned 
with music rights. was also put together 
for the express purpose of informing 
fellow broadcasters about activity in the 
music license area. 

Enormous Vagaries 
Hai Christensen, vice president. direc- 

tor of business affairs and controller of 
Metro -Media Television, heads the 
IBFM committee, and states that "when 
you read the license over you find 
enormous vagaries." Warren Larson of 
Golden West Broadcasters, an IBFM 
member, confirms this general attitude 
saying, "There are many grey areas in 
the licenses themselves that need to be 
cleared up; we on the IBFM committee 
want to eliminate the greys and secure a 
clear, black and white understanding 
with the licensing bodies. We want to 
know what we are paying for and why." 

Doubt Accuracy Of Airplay Logs 
A major matter of contention being re- 

searched by the IBFM is the actual rec- 
ord or log of each artist's airplay. Each 
TV station is asked to keep a log of its 
music airplay for one week out of the 
year. and these logs, when averaged 
with those of other television stations 
coast to coast and added to the informa- 
tion gathered from TV Guide, is the only 
means of determining the artist's 
revenue. The IBFM committee ques- 
tions what happens to the other 51 
weeks in the year when the log is not 
kept, and the TV Guide is the only source 
of information. How many artists', 
writers' and publishers' revenues are left 
by the wayside because their songs 
failed to be included in the one -week 

sampling at the station? 
ASCAP and BMI total assets are in ex- 

cess of six billion dollars. It is up to them 
to see that the money is funneled 
smoothly and accurately to each artist. 
songwriter and publisher. As non-profit 
organizations, and non-public corpora- 
tions, it is not possible for broadcasters 
to check the distribution of funds to the 
artists and songwriters. The concerned 
stations are willing to keep a complete 
log and accurate account of airplay on a 
day-to-day basis, or as an alternative to 
this laborious task, propose that daily 
video tapes be sent to a central source 
for monthly screenings to determine 
writers' artists', and publishers' earnings 
from broadcast sources. 

Lack Of Understanding 
As Christensen puts it, there is a 

general "lack of understanding, knowl- 
edge, and interpretation" of the ASCAP- 
/BMI licensing procedure. He feels that 
before you sign something, you should 
"know what you are signing. We broad- 
casters feel that the music licensing 
authorities are conduits for our dollars 
and we would like to see how the dollars 
are appropriated, and what it takes to run 
a music licensing organization." He also 
noted that a considerable amount of 
BMI's revenue is calibrated from the 
percentage of the station's gross ob- 
tained by ASCAP. When BMI heads 
were questioned on this matter, no one 
was available for comment. 

Besides the blanket percentage of a 
station's gross earnings paid to licensing 
authorities (of which the broadcasters 
say they do not know what exactly they 
are paying for). revenue is also claimed 
from each musically oriented television 
show, such as variety shows. Clearance 
rights must be obtained for these pro- 
grams over and above the yearly blanket 
fee which generally yields close to 2% of 
a station's income. These specialty fees 
generally run into thousands of dollars 
per show, and the only way a station can 
keep them low is to include "public do- 
main" music, which hurts the current 
songwriters. 

Question 'Deductible items' 
Another licensing area currently con- 

cerning the committee is the section 
labeled "itemized deductions" on the 
ASCAP statement of account. Sports 
and news -oriented stations airing little or 
no music are also paying a percentage of 
their gross revenue, and the expenses of 
their non -music shows are still con- 
sidered nondeductible. This hurts many

Capt. & Tennille To ABC-TV; 
Music, TV Ties Explored

Editor's Note: The following is the first of 
a two part article on the multi -faceted re- 
lationship between the record business 
and television programming. Next week, 
Cash Box will examine the difficulties in 
programming music and presenting 
artists on television. 
NEW YORK -ABC-TV has announced a 
deal with Captain and Tennille for a 
regular weekly show as part of the 
network's program schedule for the com- 
ing season. The Captain and Tennille 
series is scheduled for Monday nights at 
8 pm. 

Edwin Vane, vice president and na- 
tional program director. ABC entertain- 
ment, has revealed a number of deals 
with music artists over the past six 
months. Included in Vane's roster are 
Barry Mani low, John Denver, Bette 
Midler, Olivia Newton -John and Lola 
Falana. All have been signed for specials 
to be aired during the coming year. 

MOR Trend 
The middle-of-the-road trend in ABC's 

packaging carries with it further implica- 
tions for television shows dealing with 
musical entertainment. ABC's move ap- 
parently reflects a growing cynicism on 
the part of a large network to showcase 
rock and progressive artists. The begin- 

nings of this trend date back to tele- 
vision's early years. Some of the top re- 
cording stars have, in the course of their 
careers, served time with the networks. 
Some good examples of this are: Mac 
Davis. who records for Columbia, having 
his own series on NBC; Tony Orlando 
and Dawn, Elektra artists, whose summer 
series garnered a heavy response for a 
fall renewal; and Sonny and Cher, 
Warner Brothers and MCA artists 
respectively, whose summer series led 
to one of the most successful musical 
variety series on television. 

Conversely, the record industry has 
benefited from hit songs based on TV 
themes and personalities. And this is not 
a new angle: one can trace its roots back 
to the Musketeers and the Mickey 
Mouse Club theme, an unqualified suc- 
cess with a large audience. Ed Byrnes 
and Connie Stevens, of "77 Sunset 
Strip," immortalized their show (and 
men's toiletries) in "Kookie, Kookie.

Inquiry Challenged 
The FCC's inquiry itself was chal- 

lenged with a "petition to reconsider, 
rescind, suspend, or redirect" the in- 
quiry. The FCC denied the petition, ex- 
plaining the inquiry's intent was "to raise 
the general question, and identify some 
problem areas, for the purpose of illicit- 
ing comments from any person upon any 
matter felt to be relevant to the subject." 

The petition made by the Citizens 
Communications Center (CCC), a public 
interest law firm, claimed the com- 
mission had predetermined its position 
on formats, and was attempting to sub- 
vert prior court decisions. 

Radio broadcasters are adamantly op- 
posed to any consideration of format by 
the FCC. "The FCC has no business at all 
involving itself in format decisions." 
declares Charles Jones of the NAB. He 
adds, "the government has no business 
whatsoever dictating formats." 

Jones feels that the issue has already 
been decided - in favor of broadcasters' 
freedom of choice through First Amend- 
ment rights. As far as we're concerned 
it's already la'w. 

Unsuccessful Formats 
The broadcaster's main fear is of being 

locked into unsuccessful formats. Com- 
missioner Glen Robinson expressed this 
concern when he noted that. "by the sub- 
jective standards the court seems to em- 
brace, any format is unique, from which it 
follows, all must be preserved." 

The whole sticky format problem 
began in 1970 with a citizens challenge 
to a license transfer involving the pro- 
posed abandonment of a classical music 
format on Atlanta's WGKA-FM. While the 
FCC denied a hearing in the case. the 
court of appeals reversed the FCC hold- 
ing that "a format change involving aban- 
donment of a unique format, protested 
by a significant sector of the community. 
is a matter material to the public interest 
and thus one on which a hearing must be 
held if there are substantial questions of 
fact." Other decisions since WGKA have 
upheld citizen complaint against format 
changes. 

Traditional View 
The FCC's traditional view is tnat 

format decisions are best left to the dis- 
cretion of the licensee or applicant, 
'since he will tend to program to meet 
certain preferences of the area. and fill

Teamster Strike! How Much 
Will It Hurt Record Industry? 
Industry Reaction To April 1 Walkout Varies 

by Stephen Fuchs 

LOS ANGELES - As of midnight Apri; 
1, members of the International Brother- 
hood of Teamsters joined together in a 

nationwide trucking strike. While wage 
negotiations are in progress, specific de- 
mands fluctuate and are unavailable at 
this time. The strike itself is a certainty. 
however, and although the government 
could step in with an injunction at any 
time, it is unknown exactly how long the 
standstill will last. One spokesman from 
Local 208 in Los Angeles said such a de- 
termination would be "pulled out of the 
sky." The importance of this strike in re- 
lation to the record industry is over- 
whelming, as a prolonged walkout could 
seriously imperil spring product flow. In 
order to get an overview of the situation, 
Cash Box contacted several labels and 
record chains for comment. 

Cross -Section 
Among those who responded to our 

questions, reactions ran the gamut from 
tolerant scrutiny to a fit of anger. 

Bob Murphy. WEA sales manager. ex- 
pressed the calm voice of reason with 
the opinion that the strike would be over 
in a matter of days. According to WEA's 
sources, trucks could be rolling by the 
time this story hits the streets. 

Motown's vice president of sales, Mike 
Lushka. viewed the problem from 
another perspective. Lushka offered that 
the depth of the pain will be propor- 
tionate to the length of the strike. He 
went on to say that the walkout didn't 
come totally unexpected. as truckers had 
discussed the possibility over recent 

weefs. Motown's distributors had, there- 
fore. anticipated the problem and made 
it a point to stock up where they felt it 
might be necessary. 

Backlash 
Another executive was somewhat 

more terse in summing up his feelings on 
the matter. Inasmuch as it was a rather 
large company he was speaking for. we 
assume his negative approach was strict- 
ly a personal one: "Obviously," he 
growled, "the complete product flow of 
our company will stop if the Teamsters 
Union remains on strike." 

According to Don England. vice presi- 
dent of sales and distribution for ABC 
Records, the strike will affect the in- 
dustry in varying degrees of severity, de- 
pending on the attitudes of individual 
locals throughout the nation. For in- 
stance, Don had been on the telephone 
to Chicago fifteen minutes before our 
call and he found that Teamsters there 
will deliver within the state of Illinois, but 
will not cross state lines to pick up or de- 
liver product. In other words. if product is 
flown in, truckers from the brotherhood 
will continue to deliver, again, within the 
state.

ternatives available to meet local needs 
but, according to England, the labe.

Eagles' Hits Remain In 
#1 Spot By Wide Margin, 
But Perhaps Not For Long 

by Gary Cohen & Steve Ostrow 
NEW YORK -The Eagles Greatest Hits 
album continues its hold on the number 
one position on the Cash Box album 
chart, in this, its fourth week as the 
number one album. The album debuted 
at number seven with a bullet on the 
chart on March 6, jumped to two with a 
bullet the following week. and has been 
number one ever since. 

Not only is the album number one at 
many retail and rack jobber locations 
around the country, but it is outselling 
the number two album by as much as 
four to one, on album and on tape. At 
one major rack jobber. the Eagles album 
sold 2298 last week, while the number 
two album sold 761, or one third of the 
Eagles sales. Another rack jobber re- 
ported Eagles sales of 1366. while the 
number two album sold 350. A third 
racked account had Eagles sales of 1195 
while the second best seller chalked up 
sales of only 320. And in a larger rack 
jobber's sales report, the Eagles showed 
up with 6251, while the next album sold 
2703. Similar figures were received in 
tape: Eagles over the second album, by 
2265 to 1205. 886 to 279 and 854 to 316. 

Market Overview 
Not only do the Eagles sales far over- 

shadow the sales of all other albums. 
they also pointed up how weak the over- 
all record market is. In many cases, while 
the Eagles album is outselling the 
number two album by as much as four to 
one, it outsells the number 10 album by 
as much as six to one, and the number 25 
album by as much as 10 to one. For ex- 
ample. on some of the rack jobber prin- 
touts. the sales spread from the numbers 
1. 2, 10 & 25 albums are 2298 to 761 to 
612 to 388; 1366 to 350 to 212 to 127; 
1195 to 320 to 244 to 163; and 6251 to 
2703 to 1415 to 969. 

That is the essence of the record 
market today: the top album is selling, 
but few tittes beyond the top album are 
doing any sort of significant volume. In 
many instances throughout the year, the 
difference between the top album and 
the next best selling album is anywhere 

Goody Sales Up 
While Net Drops 
MASPETH, NY - Sam Goody Inc. re- 
ported an increase in sales for 1975 of 
25% over 1974, while income dropped 
by 33%. Sales for the year rose to 
$43,529.101 from $35,030,518 in 1974, 
while income dropped to $467,645, from 
$702,479 in 1974. Goody blamed the 
drop in income on the cost of absorbing 
sir. stores in the Philadelphia area. and 
the opening of two new stores. For the 
fourth quarter, sales rose 32% from 
$11.496.770 to $15.195,501. while in- 
come increased by 22%. from $385.532 
to $470.733. The net income of more 
than $470,000 was responsible for 
Goody's yearly profit of $467,000, which 
tends to show that the fourth quarter is 
the best quarter for many record re- 
tailers.

betwen 10% and 50%, with one album 
selling perhaps 2500 and the next 2000 
on a rack printout.

Self Help Theme 
At NAIRD Confab 
NEW YORK - "Profit without huge 
volume" is the goal of the National As- 
sociation of Independent Record Dis- 
tributors and Manufacturers. NAIRD (to 
quote an officer. the "M" is silent) con- 
vened in Washington, D.C. the weekend 
of March 27-28. to discuss the problems 
facing record manufacturers and dis- 
tributors committed to being indepen- 
dent. A spokesman for the organization 
summed up its general viewpoint this 
way: "It's not that we're in competition 
with each other so much as we're com- 
peting with the way most of the record 
industry is structured. There's not much 
room on the airwaves for records that 
don't sound like other records that have 
come before. at least not for manufac- 
turers without huge advertising 
budgets." 

NAIRD members include manufac- 
turers and distributors of folk. jazz, blue- 
grass, blues, educational and many other 
varieties of records, most of which would 
not fall into standard broadcasting 
formats or large label distribution. The 
convention included presentation of new 
lines for distribution, new releases, 
workshops, and a talent showcase. The 
Bluegrass Cardinals, recording on 
Takoma. The Nighthawks on Adelphi 
and another blues act on the same label, 
Bill Holland and Rent's Due performed. 

The most popular and involved 
workshop, entitled Label -Distributor 
Corporation, was at the heart of the con- 
vention. The spokesman pointed out that 
this type of distribution involved "know- 
ing a lot about the music." The co-oping 
of ten labels to hire their own promotion 
man to work out of a Denver distributor 
was one of the new approaches dis- 
cussed. 

Other developments included the 
replacement of a structure of officers 
with a five man board of trustees em- 
powered with greater fund raising and 
spending abilities than before. The mem- 
bers are: Ed Denson, chairman, of Kick- 
ing Mule Records in San Francisco; Iry 
Kratka, of Music Minus One. NYC; Billie

Roy Ayers is a top flight vibes player; more than that, he can write. This tune is li- 
quid, the melody lines played fast on the ear. Strings, carefully orchestrated, provide 
an almost classic counterpoint. This is a sure add at any jazz station, and should get 
some heavy FM playas well. Flip: Evolution (2:57). 
WILLIE BOBO (Capitol P4253) 
Funky Sneakers (3:29) (Alistan/Funky Sneakers - ASCAP - BMI) (Bobo. Melvoin, 
Silverberg) 

With Bobo's first Capitol release, the jazzman shows that he has many developed 
musical styles. The arrangement by Stan Silverberg is excellent: horns and backup 
vocals add punch to an already powerful r&b tune. The artist's reputation will get this 
record heard, and the song will keep people listening. 
BILL WYMAN (Rolling Stone RS 19303) 
Apachs Woman (3:00) (DeShufflin -ASCAP) (Wyman) 

The bass player for the Stones steps out on his own, with a single drawn from his 
"Stone Alone" LP. Naturally, bass is the predominant driving force in this cut. The in- 
strumentation is rich, kind of jazzy, with overtones of funk. Some different and catchy 
rhythms abound, and this is headed straight for all FM lists and AM play too. Interest 
in Roiling Stones will give this an added sales push. 
GINO CUNICO (Arista AS 0181) 
Daydreamer (3:18) (WB - ASCAP) (T. Dempsey) 

Gino Cunico sings this light spirited ballad well, couched in a slick, yet likeable ar- 
rangement. Cunico was last heard with "Fanny" - that tune got lost in the shuffle of 
cover battles, but at least it paved the way for this well -aimed shot at the pop charts. 
KGB (MCA 40544) 
Magic In Your Touch (3:29) (X -Ray - BMI) (R. Kennedy) 

KGB is comprised of rock heavies Mike Bloomfield, Ray Kennedy, Barry Goldberg, 
and an excellent decision was made about this single. The band does have some 
hard -driving numbers on their first LP, but that's what everybody expects. This ballad, 
sung beautifully by Ray Kennedy, will make people pay attention. Look for it in all pop 
markets, both AM and FM. The song builds perfectly, and this is one supergroup that 
has a cohesive sound. 

SPIDERS FROM AMRS (Pye 71063) 
(I Don't Wanna Do No) Limbo (3:27) (Tro-Essex -- ASCAP) (T. Bolder, P. McDonald) 

This band used to back up David Bowie, and has since gone its own way. This song 
is a rocker, with churning rhythm guitar riffs. The vocals are done up with style, the 
back-ups are intelligently harmonized. The association with Bowie will give this rec- 
ord the chance to be heard; once it's heard. it will stick around on its own merits. 
LITTLE MILTON (Glades 1734) 
Friend Of Mine (3:38) (Malaco -- BMI) (J. Lewis, J. Puckett, M. Campbell) 

Little Milton has come up with a record that's going to shake up r&b. His vocal is the 
essence of soul. The arrangement is tight, with trebly guitars used for punctuation. A 
catchy wah-wah solo is placed tastefully. Program directors: check this one out. 
TANYA TUCKER (MCA 40540) 
You've Got Me To Hold On To (3:04) (Leeds/Antique -- ASCAP) (D. Loggins) 

By now, it shouldn't be surprising that Tanya Tucker sings with the grace and 
maturity of a woman twice her years. This tune is just another example: the produc- 
tion is less country -oriented than in the past, however, and it has a definite shot at all 
pop markets. Her country reputation has not faded though, and those stations will 
pick this up fast. 
JOSE FELICIANO (Private Stock PS 45062) 
Angela (3:25) (Colgems/J&H -- ASCAP) (J. Feliciano. J.M. Feliciano) 

Feliciano has always been a distinctive stylist whose interpretations of other 
writers' material ("Light My Fire") have been immensely successful. His own writing 
has matured. This is a powerful love ballad that will, no doubt, be covered by others. 
The guitar solo by Jose is stunning. FM, MOR program directors will add this im- 
mediately. 
KATE & ANNA McGARRIGLE (Warner Bros. WBS 8193) 
Complainte Pour Ste. Catherine (2:45) (Montreal Rose - CAPAC) (A. McGarrigle, P. 
Tatartcheff) 

This song starts out with some beautiful accordian playing. This is a haunting 
melody, sung in French by these two sisters, and it will receive a lot of FM pro- 
gressive airplay. The quality of the voices is clear and sweet, plaintive. The tune is a 
favorite in Holland, we hear, and will be the same here. 
THE WHISPERS (Soul Train JH10628) 
(You're A) Special Part Of My Life (2:45) (New Bag - ASCAP) (J. Williams. C. 
McDonald. L. Groves) 

The Whispers have come up with a gentle ballad. The vocals, always their 
trademark, are extremely smooth. The interesting melody should make this record 
show up on every r&b playlist. 'The high notes are amazing; clear, sweet, and right on 
target. 
JOHNNY CASH (Columbia 3-10321) 
One Piece At A Time (4:00) (Tree - BMI) (W. Kemp) 

Joined by his excellent band. The Tennessee Three. Cash turns in a talking blues 
that should chart just like his "A Boy Named Sue." Cash's vocal is supercharged with 
energy. expressive as always. This should get serious country and FM play. A natural 
crossover. 
DON HARRISON BAND (Atlantic 45-3323) 
Sixteen Tons (2:55) (Unichappel I/Elvis Presley -- BMI) (Merle Travis) 

Imaginative interpretation has turned this country classic into a serious piece of 
rock 'n' roll. The Don Harrison Band, while a new musical entity. are no strangers to 
recording. Two members of Creedence Clearwater Revival are featured: Stu Cook 
and Doug Clifford. A great new act, this single should be added to AM and FM sta- 
tions and climb swiftly up the charts. 
WAYNE NEWTON (Chelsea CH 3041) 
The Hungry Years (3:38) (Don Kirshner - BMI) (Sedaka. Greenfield) 

Newton covers this beautiful Sedaka ballad with enormous feeling. The arrange- 
ment is fairly sparse, with an evenly chorded piano providing a strong rhythmic foun- 
dation. Newton has a big MOR audience, and this tune will only make that audience 
larger. Inspired a&r work. 
JOHN TRAVOLTA (Midland International JH -10623) 
Let Her In (3:03) (Midsong - ASCAP) (G. Benson) 

John Travolta, with this first single from the "John Travolta" LP, is kicking off a 
second career. His first is acting; he's the tough guy Vinnie Barbarino on the popular 
television show "Welcome Back Kotter." He's a good singer, he performs this ballad 
with consummate taste. AM. FM, MOR. 
BROTHERHOOD OF MAN (Pye 71066) 
Save Your Kisses For Me (3:05) (Tony Hiller - ASCAP) (T. Hiller, L. Sheriden. M. 
Lee) 

This is a bouncy MOR tune. Ths melody has kind of a polka feel to it. Strings are ex- 
cellent, placed well. Ths lycic is built around the chorus, and will hit hard in adult radio 
markets. 
SVENNE & LOTTA (Morningstar Records MST 507A) 
Bang -A -Boomerang (2:59) (Countless Songs - BMI) (S. Anderson. B. Anderson. B. 
Ulvaeus) 

A powerful organ lick kicks off this tune. It's a rock 'n' roil offering from this duo. 
with some driving bass lines that should earn the song disco play. Some catchy hooks 
are evident at times - chart success is the order of the day. 
SUN (Capitol P4254) 
Wanna Make Love (3:36) (Glenwood. Osmosis - ASCAP) (Byron Byrd) 

This is the second single from the band's "Live On, Dream On" LP. It's a sure add for 
r&b stations. The seven member group understand harmony. and play their instru-1 

well. The beat is strong, and should get some serious disco play. Look for this 
group to break big with this one. 
CHECKMATES, LTD. (Polydor PD 14313) 
All Alone By The Telephone (3:15) (El Patricia -- BM I) N.B.( Barnum, J.A. Clay) 

The Checkmates have resurfaced. With this song, they are getting away from their 
lounge -act image. This will be an r&b favorite because of the smooth vocals and good 
melody. Their last hit was some time ago, "Black Pearl." and they should make it high 
on the charts with this one. Crossover is expected. 
FIRE AND RAIN (20th Century TC 2280) 
Make Love To Me (2:41) (New York Times/Antique/Sweet Home - BMI) (M. Freiser, 
P. McCarren) 

This is an excellent disco record. It's got a full production, the horns and strings are 
more than ornament. The vocal, too, is packed with longing emotion. Look for this 
one to break big in dance clubs and pick up some serious r&b play as well.

Crossovers -- Part 1 

Radio Stations Of Primary Importance 
by J.B. Carmicle 

LOS ANGELES - This is the first part of 
a four-part study by Cash Box on 
crossover. Crossover has been called 
"outdated." "no longer a valid term" and 
"a misnomer" by the industry. But radio 
stations, retailers and one -stops, record 
companies. and artists themselves have 
all contributed to and been a part of the 
crossover concept of music and the 
music business. 

We deal first with radio stations, then 
following in respective weeks: retailers. 
record companies and artists. CB will get 
much insight from many sources and the 
combination of research from these four 
"action" points of product should show a 

correlation or non -correlation of whether 
crossover is as valid a subject as Cash 
Box feels it is. 

Obvious Influence 
The most obvious two segments of 

music culture that have crossed are 
black and country. Contemporary music 
stations have felt the influence of both. 
Country stations have melted from the 
strict hard -country formats to allow a 

more progressive country sound for the 
most part. Black stations may play "Love 
Will Keep Us Together" to supplement 
their too typically ethnic sounding for- 
mats. It seems crossover is an advantage 
that stations have as an "ace in the hole" 
for garnering a new audience, new 
listeners, being careful not to go too far 
resulting in turning what listeners they 
have off. 

WAKY, Louisville has long been the 
contemporary music leader in that city. 
John Randolph, pd, told CB, "We're pro- 
bably later on pop records than anyone 
else in the country. We have kind of an 
unwritten deal with other Louisville sta- 
tions ... we don't go on anything right 
out of the box.... we have a great rapport 
with the black and country outlets here, 
and when a record reaches a top position 
on their charts, we certainly don't ignore 
it. That doesn't mean we necessarily go 
on it ... but a lot of times all the pieces 
begin to fall into place for us to go on a 

certain record. We play country cross- 
over stuff in the daytime, black crossover 
at night and as they increase in populari- 
ty with our audience. we increase their 
rotation." Market Influence 

WPGC, Washington, D.C.'s "contem- 
porary," was the first major on the 
Brothers Johnson. WPGC's Jim Collins 
said, "There were 70,000 LPs sold in 
Washington alone in sir. weeks on that 
LP." Although the station is not pro- 
grammed black, this black oriented 
group was added, perhaps as a result of 
the mostly black Washington market. 
"We're under ratings pressure here, not 

necessarily promotional pressure. It's 
knowing which black music is going to be 
black and what will possibly be accepted 
by the white audience. The Com- 
modores are another example. They'll go 
both ways usually and can be pro- 
grammed effectively on a contemporary 
station." 

Heavy Crossover 
Detroit's WDRQ is another station in 

another market that deals heavily with 
crossover. Station pd Ted Ferguson told 
CB, " You want an example of 
crossover ... how about 'I Destroyed 
Your Love' by Special Delivery ... it was 
recorded stone black ... it's now crossed 
white. I went on '50 Ways' by Paul Simon 
and took it 'home' black." WDRQ plays 
about 65% black music. so the influence 
of black and white product must be 
measured carefully to get the most 
listeners for the station. 

"A stone white or stone black record 
doesn't make it any more. You've got to 
have crossover in Detroit," noted 
Ferguson. "I heard '50 Ways' in San 
Diego at Christmas ... I knew it would 
cross black. Then take a song like 
E,W&F's 'Reasons' ... it started black, 
went stone black, but finished white on 
requests and sales in our market. We're 
usually on black records earlier but no 
matter whether it's black or white, peo- 
ple have been brought up to appreciate 
superior product in music here. That's 
where it's at. People don't have to settle 
for bad product anymore." 

WDRQ competes with, among other 
notable stations in the city, CKLW and 
WXYZ. Crossover means something at 
WDRQ and to Ted Ferguson. 

Country -Progressive Country 
What about country outlets experienc- 

ing groups like Marshall Tucker Band, 
Charlie Daniels Band, the Flying Burrito 
Brothers and others on their playlists? 
Ted Cramer programs WWOK-WIGL-FM, 
Miami, which respectively utilize coun- 
try -progressive country formats. "We're 
playing Jimmy Buffett, Willie Nelson, 
Charlie Daniels. Tompall Glaser and 
some of these artists are aiming toward 
progressive country strictly. We had 
trouble finding product when WIGL first 
went on the air about a year ago," 
Cramer said. He went on to explain that 
product for that particular format 
abounds now, especially from LP play. 

But crossover? "There's really no such 
term anymore." Cramer told CB. "We're 
concerned with programming WIGL by 
the human ear. by listening and evaluat- 
ing product separately. A record may go

"The First Lady" -- Tammy Wynette was 
born in Itawamba County, Mississippi. 
Daughter of a talented musical family. 
Tammy has succeeded in capturing the 
hearts and ears of the record buying 
public to the extent that she became the 
first female singer with a solely country 
repertoire to have an album certified 
gold. 

Tammy's first trip to Music City was as 
a song plugger rather than as a singer. 
She had come to Epic Records to try to 
interest them in some material a friend 
had written for one of Epic's top artists. It 
is not known what became of the songs 
or the friend, but for Tammy. it was the 
beginning of an entire new life. Within a 
few weeks she had her first single out.

Four Public Companies Release Their '75 Annual Reports 
NEW YORK - Four companies involved 
in the record industry - Warner Com- 
munications, CBS, ABC and Trans- 
america (United Artists) - all released 
their annual reports to stockholders and 
the public this week.

WCI also revealed that the de- 
al they have signed with Capitol to 
manufacture all WEA tape and Warner 
Bros. albums, was "one of the most im- 
portant developments of 1975" and "the 
substantial cost saving from this contract 
will begin to have impact in 1976." Dis- 
cussing their depth. WCI stated that 78 
different WCI albums sold 200,000 or 
more copies in 1975. 

CBS 
The CBS Records Group. as reported 

previously, had pretax income of $56 
million on sales of $484 million. CBS 
also touched on economic difficulties in 
their annual report, noting that "the 
domestic CBS Records division, which 
was affected by the economic problems 
experienced by the entire U.S. recording 
industry in the early months of 1975, 
made a dramatic turnaround in the 
second half to finish the year with record 
sales and income. Improvement in profit 
margins throughout the division reflect- 
ed the impact of operational and cost ef- 
ficiencies instituted during the past two 
years." CBS also noted the receipt of 32 
gold records (singles and albums). CBS 
International's good year was detailed, 
along with plans for a new joint venture 
company in Jamaica. 

32% 
Thirty-two percent of CBS' overall 

business came from records in 1975, 
1974 and 1973, as record sales kept 
pace with overall CBS growth. $625.5 
million was done on records last year; 
$484 million in the record division and 
the rest. $140 million, apparently done in 
the record clubs. CBS set aside more 
than $8 million as a provision for estimat- 
ed losses arising from the sale of Dis- 
count Records; there was also a loss aris- 
ing from end of the Stax distribution 
deal. Finally, a dollar graph in the CBS 

Records International section showed 
international record sales in 1975 
pushing the $3.5 billion dollar mark 
worldwide, according to CBS Interna- 
tional estimates. 1975 domestic sales 
were shown increasing from $2.2. billion 
to close to $2.4 billion. 

ABC 
The American Broadcasting Com- 

panies annual report showed sales for 

the number of records released was re- 
duced by more than half, and the ratio of 
new singles to new albums was evenly 
balanced. Steps were taken to tighten 
operating procedures. Restructure and 
reevaluation called for the writing down 
of catalog inventory with marginal sales 
potential. This occurred during a year 
whose first half was characterized by an 
exceptionally high rate of product re -

turns throughout the industry. The com- 
bination of these two factors was a major 
cause of the record company's loss for 
the year." But ABC also pointed to 10 
gold records last year as signs the com- 
pany has "turned around," while men- 
tioning the resignings of ABC artists and 
the signings of new ones. 

ABC indicated "though the domestic 
recorded music industry recovered 
strongly in the second half of 1975, the 
industry's long term growth lies over- 
seas. To participate in that growth. ABC 
signed in 1975 extensive licensing ar- 
rangements with major companies 
throughout the world." ABC Record & 
Tape Sales saw revenues rise during the 
year while profits dipped. primarily due 
to "unprecedented" returns and the 
close of the W.T. Grant Co., one of 
whose major suppliers was ABC. A por- 
tion of the $28 million loss is a reserve 
against potential losses from Grant. ABC 
also opened three additional Wide World 
of Music stores for a total of 10, while 
Word Inc., the gospel label, improved its 
performance despite higher returns. 

Transamerica 
Transamerica, who owns United Art- 

ists, reported the "United Artists record 
group achieved another profitable year, 
and a number of artists enjoyed suc- 
cess." On the publishing side, "profits 
from music publishing continued to 
grow." While the overall entertainment 
division had sales of $319.7 million, 
sales in the "record sales and related 
items" category dropped from 
$101,968,000 in 1974 to $98,738,000 in 
1975. No information was given on 
record division earnings.

WEA '75 U.S. Sales --- S220 Mil. f 
called them "good estimates." 

With WEA and CBS accounting for 
nearly 35% of the record market 
domestically, and their record division 
sales combined at somewhere around 
$400 million, total record industry sales 
at distributor's selling price would ap- 
pear to be somewhere around $1-$1.2 
billion yearly. 

Past 4 Years 
WEA's domestic record sales showed 

only a 11/2% increase, from $217 million 
to $220 million, in 1975. The prior year, 
from 1973 to 1974, sales for the WEA 
group had jumped $43 million to $217 
million, from $174 million. In four years, 
the WEA group has increased in size by 
two thirds, from $144 million in 1971 to 
$220 million last year. 

In international operations, WEA In- 
ternational has quadrupled in size during 
the last four years. Sales have gone from 
$18 million in 1971, to $35 million in 
1972, to $49 million in 1973, to $60 
million in 1974, to $75 million last year. 
Publishing, meanwhile, has more than 
doubled in size in the last four years, 
from $8 million in 1971, to $17 million in 
1975. 

Pretax income from the WCI record 
division, as previously reported (Cash 
Box, Feb. 14) totaled $50 million in 1975. 
A detailed breakdown of income by 
division was not provided by WCI. 

Returns 
The reason for the small increase in 

WEA sales from 1974 to 1975. according 
to their financial report, was a sharp in- 
crease in returns in early 1975 on 1974 
merchandise. The report notes "in the 
first six months, cautious record retailers 
reduced inventories, occasioning a re- 

turn of far more records and tapes than 
for the same period in 1974." Returns 
were also blamed as one of the reasons 
for ABC's loss of $28 million on their rec- 
ord division sales last year (see separate 
story). But Warner Comm. executives 
state that returns in the first quarter of 
1976 were far less than last year, in step 
with the general industry consensus that 
returns are down (Cash Box, Feb. 7). 

Comparisons 
While comparisons are now at least 

possible on sales, there can be no com- 
parison of income between WCI and 
CBS record operations. For while WCI 
earned $50 million pretax on record 
division sales of $313 million, and CBS 
earned $56 million pretax on division 
sales of $484 million, the figures are not 
comparable, primarily because of dif- 
ferent accounting policies and pro- 
cedures. Straight company to company 
comparisons, therefore, between CBS 
and WCI are not possible, and previous 
attempts to compare the profit margins 
of the two companies were incorrect. 
What is said by spokesmen for both com- 
panies is that "both CBS and WCI are ma- 
jor companies in the record business." 

More Disclosure 
Warner Communications, by releasing 

individual figures, is hoping other public 
companies will do the same. A WCI ex- 
ecutive, commenting on the move to 
disclose more information, stated "we've 
got nothing to hide, and nothing to be 
ashamed of. Full disclosure and less 
secretiveness creates better trust in the 
eyes of the investing public." He added 
that WCI would like to see other com- 
panies follow their lead. 
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Disco Product Has Strong Effect On Singles Market 
LOS ANGELES - Bette Mid ler had one 
on her latest album. Jazzman Ron Carter 
had one with a version of Coe Porter's 
"Anything Goes." Esther Phillips is big in 
the genre. Freddie Cannon is using it to 
kick off the rebirth of his career. The list 
could go on and on -- the clear fact that 
emerges is that a lot of recording artists 
are using disco. so many that one 
becomes hard-pressed to name ten 
artists that haven't at least toyed with the 
form. 

The disco recordings selH primarily in 
the form of singles, and they sett a lot. 
What kind of effect does disco have on 
other singles markets. like Top 40 and 
MOR? How are disco sates generated? 
What forces get together to produce a 
musical style that is now approaching the 
ever of social phenomenon? These 

were some of the questions Cash Box 
asked the people involved in two ends of 
the disco field -- disk jockeys who play 
the records in the clubs, and, perhaps 
most important, the retailers who sell 
tremendous amounts of this specialized 
product. 

Centralized Maikets 
The disco market seems to have con- 

solidated in major cities, with only minor 
spillover into secondary markets. New 
York. right now. is far and away the 
capito; of disco. There are more dance 
clubs there than anywhere else. and 
other markets look to the Big Apple for 
indications of breakout tunes. 

Colony Records in Manhattan is 
perhaps the retail outlet that moves the 
most disco product. Stacey Bartley 
works in the store. doing "a little bit of 
everything." and he is on top of the 
scene. "We carry al; singles." he said, 
-rock. pop, MOR. easy listening; but I 

would say that fifty percent of the singles 
we sen are pure disco. One thing that 
definiie'ly contributes to this high 
percertage is the fact that a straight dis- 
co customer will often buy twenty-five 
singes at one time: they buy a lot more 
than our pop customers who come in 
looking for a particular single." 

Can this buying streak sustain itself for 
any length of time? "Disco is at a peak." 
Bartley continued. "but it's funny -- the 
peak is at a standstill. I think there will 
always be a pace for discos. Especially 
the private cubs. You understand. a lot 
of cubs come and go. because of drug 
busts and things like that. but there are 
some that will be around for a long time." 

If this is true. then disco saes will as- 
suredly continue in this high-speed 
fashion. For club play, not radio play. de- 
termines and influences the saes of dis- 
co records. 

Jocks Are Organized 
The power of in -cub play is enhanced 

by disk jockey organization. Toward the 
end of last year. jocks in the southern 
California area, people from Los Angeles 
and San Diego. got together and formed 
The Southern California Disco D.J. 

Organization " (There's also one in New 
York called "The Record Pool," and a 

San Francisco chapter is in the formative 
stages.) Jim Waters is president of the 
southern California organization, and he 
provided some interesting social 
analysts of the form, as well as explaining 
the structure and function of his or- 
ganization. 

"The original concept." Walters said. 
''was that dis would have more 
power with the record companies if we 
got together. Before, certain D.J.s were 
getting product before the others and 
there was no unity. We meet once a 

month with the people from the com- 
panies and they run down and distribute 
the new product to us. We also have an

office that's open a coupe of days a 

week. and jocks can come down and pick 
up the records that come in the mail." 

Product Of Recession 
Jim Waters is involved with disco. and 

aware of the far-reaching spread of the 
sound. How did it start? "During the re- 
cession a coupe of years ago, disco was 
a form of entertainment where you didn't 
have to spend a lot of money. As one 
person said, 'It finally got people on the 
floor.' " 

This is certainly a thought which bears 
some close examination. The disco beat 
is fast, and perhaps someone dancing to 
those often frenetic rhythms is given a 

chance to let out utl kinds of frustrations 
-- tight money is a good example. but 

there are others. 
Manipulating Moods 

The jocks are aware of the 
psychological aspects of their work. 
"The concept of a good D.J.," Jim 
Walters said. "is almost to change 
moods. The records must be panned. 
We strive for several emotiona peaks 
each evening." 

Jim Walters said that two jocks could 
work with the exact same set of records 
and come up with different levels of suc- 
cess. It would seem. then, that a disco 
jock is an artist whose materials are limit- 
ed strictly to records -- there's no patter 
in between tunes, the songs run back to 
back. 

"I never know what I'm going to play," 
he said, "until I check out the crowd. l'u 
play different records depending on the 
kind of people I see." 

And it's not so simple as just playing 
the records. Discos have elaborate 
sound systems, Walters explained, with 
at least two turntables and a tape deck at 
hand. And the turntables have modular 
speed controls -- if the jock feels that 
the tune isn't moving as fast as the 
crowd: well. he can edge the playing 
speed up to forty-seven rpms. Volume is 
also a tool of the trade: levels are raised 
in the middle of songs. to spice up the 
dance action. 

The Twelve Inch Disk 
The quality of the systems, often put- 

ting out two thousand watts, has perforce

According to Mike Lushka, vp. sales. 
the display competition is to be centered 
around such current releases as "Diana 
Ross" by Diana Ross.

Robinson" by Smokey Robinson. "Mov- 
in' On" by the Commodores.

Friend" by Eddie Kendricks, "Real Pret- 
ty" by the Pretty Things, "Speedy 
Return" by Steve Ashley and "Night 
Life" by Luther Allison. 

"Our overall 'Motown Music Revolu- 
tion' program was instituted primarily to 
make the general public more aware of 
Motown. both institutionally and through 

its many artists." commented Lushka. 
"We feel that the tremendous display 
programs set up during the contest will 
achieve this goal." 

A full array of display material, includ- 
ing posters. mobiles, buttons, calendars, 
counter and floor displays and flyers are 
currently available through Motown's in- 
dependent distributors. In addition. 
specialized "Music Revolution" radio 
spots will be used in key markets. tied to 
individual rack and retail promotions. 

Retailers are excited about the con- 
test. Motown has been leading the pack 
in trends for a long time," said Tom 
Keenan. president of the Everybody's 
Records chain around the Portland. 
Oregon area. "This looks like another 
one. We're definitely going to enter. Dis- 
play really helps a lot, but it's the old 
money thing -- to get people involved 
you really need an incentive." 

Judges for the competition will be 
Barney Ales. Motown's executive vice 
president: Mike Lushka. vp. sales: Paul L. 
Johnson. vp, promotion; Suzanne de - 
Passe. vp, creative services; Herb

brought an interesting item into ex- 
istence: the twelve inch disk. This is a 
platter the size of a regular long playing 
record. the difference is that each side 
only contains one. sometimes two. cuts. 
The grooves are wider apart so that 
these powerful systems will be less 
prone to distortion. Here's where the 
"disco mix" comes in: often. on these 
twelve inchers. the tune has been re- 
mixed with dancing in mind. The rhythm 
tracks have been dialed up, so that the 
already straight -ahead beat is accentuat- 
ed. Right now, these special disks are 
available only to D.J.s. 

Dean Stamatopoulos owns 
Gramaphone Records in San Francisco. 
The store moves a huge amount of disco 
product. and Dean thinks that retailers 
should have a shot at these twelve -inch 
records. "I think the companies should 
sell them. I don't know. maybe for a 

dollar ninety-eight. The longer disco 
versions are often not available on 
albums. and they could be a definite 
contribution to sales." 

A few years ago Gramaphone's singles 
business was only concerned with Top 
40. Now. however. disco -oriented tunes 
account for seventy-five percent of their 
singles sales and they carry the chart hits 
only as a convenience for their 
customers. Total sales have experienced 
a sixty-five percent increase at 
Gramaphone since the inception of the 
disco scene. 

Can a store simply rely on the disco 
club to push the song, or can retail out- 
lets do anything to help push the sales 
along? "In-store play is incredibly impor- 
tant." Dean said. "I occasionally allow my 
good customers to take singles home to 
tape for a party. People hear the tune at 
the party and come in to buy it. This dis- 
co influx is really the greatest thing to 
happen to the industry." 

Radio, in this situation. is reduced to a 
medium of reinforcement. "By the time 
the tune hits the AM charts we've 
already been on it for weeks," Dean said. 

Heavier Buying 
With singles sales skyrocketing, re- 

tailers handling disco product have to or- 
der in large amounts. "Where we used to 
buy five or ten singles, now we're getting 
boxes," said the Gramaphone owner. 

Los Angeles is no slouch in this de- 
partment. Dale Branan at The Record 
Depot said that for every one Top 40 
single they sell two hundred disco 
singles. "I'm doing it as a service." 
Branan said, "because no one else is do- 
ing it." 

How does he know what to buy? "1 am 
in constant touch with the local disco 
jocks. and I wait for a consensus from 
three or 'four of them before I'll buy a cer- 
tain tune. I know what's happening; I find 
out things from the Disco Association." 

The Future of Disco 
If the disco product is a boon to the in- 

dustry. then how can it be sustained? 
Can disco music avoid the limited life - 
span of a fad? 

The secret of eternal life is constant 
change. This became particularly ap- 
parent when CB talked to the experts. 
"Disco can keep going." said Dean 
Stamatopoulos. "if the companies are 
careful to develop new artists - instead 
of having older artists cut disco versions 
of old tunes. There are changes happen- 
ing in the music. New York is getting way 
ahead with the Latin thing." 

If disco remains stagnant, people will 
be bored. and the trend will be merely 
that -- a passing musical fancy. There's 
real danger here. people can get too 
much of one thing. Truly, the string

The issue of security has become a 

bedfellow of record company credibility 
(witness the attacks on Capitol's Bruce 
Wendell after KHJ's premature Wings 
airing) and Atlantic's Kline addressed the 
problem, telling CB: "At Atlantic, i. sing 
several different pressing plants across 
the country, we're unable to have the 
tightest security possible. Through some 
devious means, a copy might escape and 
a record company dealing with a super- 
group like the Stones can only go so far. 

`Strictest Instructions' 
"Our promotion men are under stric- 

test instructions with regard to release 
date on all product. We did not want a re- 
peat of the Wings incident and we didn't 
intend to eliminate any L.A. radio station 
on the Zeppelin. We are caught in a very 
delicate situation with the Rolling Stones 
LP .. . getting caught 16 days ahead of 
time, with a truck strike on .. we're in 
big trouble. We're sitting here in a 
tremendous bind as a record label for a 
supergroup. You have enormous poten- 
tial problems. Our local and regional 
staffs take the brunt of the heat, but we 
get ulcers here in the home office too. 

'Prepared' 
"At least on the Zeppelin we were pre- 

pared ... everyone had been serviced 
by Wednesday morning and the release 
was moved up to that day. But even with 

that, we're sitting with hundreds of thou- 
sands of Zeppelin LPs in the warehouse 
because of the strike ... and the world- 
wide release of the Stones will be kept to 
April 15, if the strike is settled. To kind of 
counteract the early LP airing though, 
we are working with Jagger on a possible 
single release next week... no exact de- 
tails yet."

Major Issues 
The issue highlights two major con- 

cerns for both Atlantic and Capitol - 
profits and image.

Commentary 

The issue at stake is one of label - 
station cooperation and respect. If radio 
stations maintain that ratings and reputa- 
tions come before record company rela- 
tionships, the battle for exclusivity will 
continue with abandon and companies 
such as Capitol will face more problems 
in the future. Yet if record labels cannot 
maintain proper security over high priori- 
ty product, is it fair to castigate any sta- 
tion for presenting an exclusive from a 
"reliable" source? Record companies 
claim they bend over backwards to help 
and equally service ail radio stations, 
radio stations claim they posture in a 

similar fashion with regard to "sacred" 
label release dates. Someone is either 
bending too far - or not enough. With 
the Stones issue now in court, it seems 
that the matter of exclusivity must be de- 
cided by a judge. rather than the people 
who make and market music.

programming of other stations." The. 
marketplace is the ultimate arbitrater of 
all format questions according to the 
commission. 

"The FCC consistently falls back on 
the marketplace argument," notes 
Charles Firestone, attorney at FCC. "The 
court had consistently said there is no 
marketplace in broadcast. Classical and 
progressive music gets screwed by the 
so-called marketplace." 

Firestone believes the 1974, 7-2 
watershed decision by the U.S. court of 
appeals in the case of citizens committee 
to save WEFM v. Federal Communica- 
tions Commission, which again involved 
a license transfer and format change, 
supports his viewpoint. The court 
claimed, "there is, in the familiar sense. 
no free market in radio entertainment 
because over -the -air broadcasters do 
not deal directly with their listeners." 

Marketplace Question 
Commissioner Robinson feels the 

marketplace question is a red herrin', 
however, "It is not at all clear that in the 
radio format change situations that are of 
concern to the court, such a 'pure 
market' system would yield results ma- 
terially differing from those the present 
system produces." He continues, "it had 
always been a centerpiece of broadcast 
policy that broadcasting is essentially a 

private enterprise ..." 
Some would argue with Robinson. 

claiming that the "public interest" should 
be paramount in the determination of 
broadcast policy. Although arguments 
on format changes will continue to flood 
the FCC. the WEFM decision apparently 
remains the law: "there is a public in- 
terest in a diversity of broadcast enter- 
tainment formats ... the FCC is obliged 
to determine whether the format to be 
lost is unique or otherwise serves a 
specialized audience that would feel its 
loss ..." How the FCC enforces the law 
will be another question.

Concerted Efforts 
More recently, there have been con- 

certed efforts on both record and TV ex- 
ecutives' parts to create all-inclusive 
links between the two industries, espe- 
cially in the teen market. This trend has 
given the industry heavy promotion for 
the Monkees (an NBC show with the 
group's Colgems contract) and the 
Partridge Family, an ABC show with re- 
cording ties at one time to Bell. 

Currently, the TV themes being popu- 
larized are coming in twos. For example, 
NBC's "Welcome Back, Kotter" has two 
derivative themes out on the market, the 
first by John Sebastian on Reprise and 
the second, on a Midland LP, by John 
Travolta. Another example of this trend

There are TV programs doing the dis- 
co dance this season, "Star Trek" among 
them. Charles Randolph Greane's 
hustle -bump version of the show's theme 
for Ranwood is on the market and a local 
label out of Brooklyn, N.Y., has recorded 
a disco arrangement of the "I Love Lucy" 
theme song. 

TV Specials 
One of the biggest markets for the TV - 

record tie-in is the TV special area. Marro 
Thomas' "Free To Be You And Me" for 
Arista garnered heavy sales while MCA's 
"Sunshine" and ABC's selections from 
"QB VII" were released for general dis- 
tribution in conjunction with the TV pro- 
grams' successes. 

Since many of the network executives 
in ABC's program development depart- 
ment were unavailable for comment at 
press time, the exact reasons for the 
special contracts could not be ascer- 
tained. But most guesses are that ABC 
intends to solidify its 12 -week-old num- 
ber one position with a mass market ap- 
peal.

SANTA MONICA CIVIC - How sweet it 
was may be a cliche, however that's the 
way it was when the mighty quartet from 
England made their return to their 
favorite palace of rock, the Santa Monica 
Civic.

STARWOOD, LA It was an automatic 
success for Jean-Luc Ponty's recent 
Starwood appearance in Hollywood. The 
manner in which this artist can work in- 
tensity the entire length of the scale on 
the acoustic violin and his ability to have 
a "studio -produced effect" live on stage, 
as with his finale, were the two highlights 
of Pony's show.

The energy of the show, as it travels to 
different cities, will do a lot more than 
just promote Purim's LP and Airto's re- 
cent Arista offering. These two artists, 
through the tremendous spirit inherent 
in their performances and recorded 
work, are demonstrating to anyone who 
will listen that music can be more than 
just a business: it can be a way of life.

Robin Trower 
Wishbone Ash 

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC - 
Robin Trower is one of the few artists of 
this decade to succeed with the heavy 
trio sound. His latest Chrysalis release, 
"Robin Trower Live." is the 437 bulleted 
album in Cash Box this week, securing 
his established status. Trower dazzled a 
highly appreciative crowd with stompers 
like "Just Keep On Rockin'," and his 
breakout single of last year, "Lady Love." 
His songwriting is most distinctive in the 
slow, majestic progression of "Bridge Of 
Sighs" or "I Can't Wait Much Longer," 
from his first solo album, "Twice 
Removed From Yesterday." James 
Dewar's bass playing remains in the 
background, although his powerful voice 
lends the band much of its personality. 
Trower's thick, penetrating guitar sound 
tends to enslave the other instruments, 
but drummer Bill Lordan manages to 
carve out his piece of the total effect. 

Every musician has his influences, and 
Robin Trower has readily admitted that 
when he left Procol Harum for a solo 
career, he chose to devote himself 

almost exclusively to Jimi Hendrix. While 
the critic of guitarmanship might be 
troubled by this intentional sacrifice in 
originality, one can't deny the emo- 
tionality Trower communicates through 
his riffs, at least his audience seems to 
understand. He was called for two en- 
cores. but the Garden was less than full 
this evening. With the status of playing 
this venue, the excitement which sur- 
rounded Trower's sellout of the Beacor 
last time around was lost. 

If guitar madness was the key. then 
Wishbone Ash were sensibly pro- 
grammed as opening act. Laurie 
Wisefield and Andy Powell's twin guitars 
continue to harmonize on "Locked In," 
their first release on their new label, 
Atlantic Records. While they achieved 
their most enthusiastic response with 
rockers like "It Started In Heaven," it is 
to Wishbone's credit that they varied 
their set in tempo and feeling. Through 
three quarters of an hour and an encore, 
high standards of musicianship were 
maintained. p.d. 

Bob Neuwirth & Friends 
Jake & Family Jewels 

OTHER END, NYC - It was a night for 
nostalgia at this historic club, with 
echoes of the sixties folk-rock sound 
flowing out onto Bleecker Street as Bob 
Neuwirth and Friends headed a bill 
which was considerably livened by the 
revitalized Jake and the Family Jewels. 

Both groups have their roots in the 
Greenwich Village scene of the sixties. 
Neuwirth is an old buddy of Dylan's and 
acted as MC and bandleader on the re- 
cent Rolling Thunder Review tour. On 
this turn he was backed by the nucleus of 
the Rolling Thunder Band and once 
again most members took their turns at 
the mike with their own songs. highlight- 
ed by bassist Rob Stoner's "Too Good 
To Be Wasted But Too Wasted To Be 
Any Good." Neuwirth's specialty is semi- 
serious, raspily sung songs, and out of 
the context of a Dylan show where he 
was simply overpowered. he proves a 
likable folkie, if that is one's taste.

Tom Rush 
Ed Bluestone 

BOTTOM LINE. NYC -Tom Rush is an 
"old folky" at thirty-four. For some, Tom 
is a revival of the sixties folk scene, a 
glimpse of the past, but for a majority he 
is a "turn on" that proves folk music is 
still very alive. 

Rush opened his set with "Ladies Love 
Outlaws," a beautifully interpreted song 
written by Lee Clayton, one of many 
writers Tom has uncovered. Little- 
knowns Jackson Browne, James Taylor 
and Joni Mitchell were also Rush dis- 
coveries. 

Tom Rush reminds one of the good 
guy in a western movie: a rugged ap- 
pearance with a smile that makes the 
dance hall girls swoon. He is immediate- 
ly likable and this attitude is transferred 
to his music. Two acoustic pieces, 
"Child's Song" and "Hobo's Mandolin" 
highlighted his "schizo" voice, switching 
from deep bass to more mellowed 
strains. 

Rush is on stage by himself throughout 
which gives the show an added touch of 
intimacy. Between songs, Rush rapped 
to the audience and came across as a hip 
Will Rogers type, a perfect balance to 
country wit and Harvard charm. His 
clever and pungent lyrics on "Duncan 
And Brady," a long sing -talk ballad, 
would even make Dylan chuckle. 

Rush creeps up behind you and un - 

version of "Senorita," Jake and the Fami- 
ly Jewels bounced through a set of tight, 
well -performed and very entertaining 
songs, led by the guitar and vocals of 
Jake Jacobs and the superb vocals of 
Diana May Weinstock. The group ap- 
pears to be a likable bunch of street 
urchins dressed up for a night on the 
town, and they convey this good-time 
feeling to the audience with complete 
control.

of the sports and news -oriented broad- 
casters, who pay the blanket license fee 
of approximately 2% of their gross 
revenue to the music license authorities 
for the privilege of using music on the 
air. It is true that these stations have 
commercials played on them, and these 
should be cleared, but commercials are 
initially cleared through the advertising 
agencies that produce them. 

One more area of concern in the 
"Itemized Deduction" section on the 
statement of account is that of purchas- 
ing a show for broadcast. If a show is 
purchased directly from its source, it is 
considered a deductible item. If it is 
bought through a third party, such as a 

sports network, it is considered only 
partially deductible. Therein lies a dis- 
crepancy. especially since going 
through a third party is almost always 
more expensive and. many times, 
necessary. 

There is also the matter of SESAC. a 
third music licensing source. Since the 
fee for SESAC is nominal compared to 
the two major organizations, the broad- 
casters don't seem to mind paying it, but 
they do question what it's all about. 
There is a great lack of knowledge as to 
why fees are paid to yet another clear- 
ance source. 

The present statement of account for 
music licensing in television was revised 
in 1968, and it expires in December. 
1977. The IBFM Committee hopes to 
"bring the greys to light" on what is con- 
sidered to be an extremely confusing 
and loosely organized vehicle to channel 
airplay funds to the deserving artists and 
songwriters.

ABC Consolidates 
Warehouse System 
LOS ANGELES - ABC Records is in the 
process of consolidating their ware- 
house operations throughout the coun- 
try, according to Don England, vice pres- 
ident of sales and distribution for ABC 
Records. The warehouse in Woburn, 
Mass., serving the northeast area. was 
closed a few weeks ago, while the one in 
Beltsville. Maryland was closed officially 
on April 1. Both territories will now be 
serviced out of the ABC branch in 
Woodside (Queens), New York. 

Reason 
Reason for the move, according to 

England, is "to give us flexibility in dis- 
tribution. We're in the distribution busi- 
ness, not in the warehouse business or 
the real estate business. The Woodside 
branch has been servicing the Boston 
area for about a month now, and we are 
sure they can handle the Washington 
area with no problem." England em- 
phasized that there has been no cutback 
in salesmen, only in the number of 
warehouses. "In some cases. there are 
actually more salesmen in an area now 
than there were before." 

Cleveland Next 
Scheduled for a June 1 closing is the 

warehouse in Cleveland, with product for 
that market to be shipped out of Elk 
Grove, Illinois. "We can operate more ef- 
ficiently with fewer depots," he added. 
"There will be considerable savings in 
closing down the warehouses and that 
had a bearing on our making this de- 
cision." 

The consolidation will leave ABC with 
warehouses in New York, Atlanta, Dallas, 
Elk Grove and Los Angeles. "There will 
be no future closings after Cleveland as 
we see it now," he concluded.

ABC has no penalty 
clause within any of its shipping con- 
tracts as to how fast it must deliver prod- 
uct to its customers. 

Independent Distribution 
The Los Angeles branch of Record 

Merchandising independently distrib- 
utes various labels (A&M, Motown, 
Chelsea. Casablanca, etc.) throughout 
the state of California. For the most part, 
Record Merchandising receives goods 
locally from the Monarch and Wadell 
pressing plants. From there warehouse 
manager Manny Larriva services various 
in -state accounts such as Superior, 
Music Plus and the Wherehouse chain. 
Any delivery under 100 pounds is 
shipped by United Parcel; packages ex- 
ceeding 100 pounds and destined within 
a fifty -mile radius are delivered in one of 
the firm's own vehicles. 

On the surface, Record Merchandising 
appears to be immune to the effects of 
the Teamsters' strike. There is a gap, 
however, and Larriva explained: 

Soft Spot 
London and GRT are two lines rel- 

atively new to Record Merchandising. 
London, according to Larriva, carries a 
sizable classical catalog which is first im- 
ported from England to New York and 
then shipped to Los Angeles by truck. 
Fortunately for Record Merchandising, 
Larriva received the last of his London 
back orders March 31 - the day before 
the strike - thus completing his inven- 
tory. GRT, on the other hand, comes 
from Nashville via Republic Trucking. If 
that freight line is sympathetic to the un- 
ion, Larriva figures some of his en route 
orders are on somebody's dock about 
now, somewhere between L.A. and 
Nashville. Manny isn't worried, though, 
because any "hot" orders could be 
rushed to his warehouse by air freight, 
the cost of which would be split down the 
middle between Record Merchandising 
and GRT. 

Expense 
Air freight, as an alternative to break- 

ing picket lines on the highway, is plausi- 
ble. The fact that GRT and Record Mer- 
chandising would assume equal respon- 
sibility for the cost is significant. Air 
freight is quite a bit more expensive than 
trucking - that point was vividly dem- 
onstrated during the last major 
Teamsters strike several years ago. 

Cash Box expresses the hope that this 
walkout can be settled swiftly and that it 
does not grow into crippling capacities. 
For the time being, it's a wait -and -see 
situation.

Cassette Sales On The Rise h 
Dennis, director of the tape division for 
Warner Bros.. said he has also seen a 
rise of a few percent in their cassettes 
sales, but cited no specific reason for it. 
The pattern of saies for Warner Bros.' 
cassettes is typical of most. 

Anticipates Upsurge 
Harry Lusk of Mercury Records said 

that he anticipates a rise in cassette sa:es 
for the reasons which were out:ined at 
the NARM tape seminar (CB, Apri' 6). He 
especially cited the rise in factory in- 
stalled car units and said the superior 
sound is starting to surface. People are 
happier with the sound of cassettes. 
There are still a lot more eight tracks out 
there, but in 1976 I think the gap will 
shorten." He also blamed the initial 
failure of pre-recorded cassettes for the 
reluctance of the retailers towards the 
configuration. 

London will begin to market their own 
tapes on May 1. having left Ampex.. Herb 
Goldfarb. executive vice president of 
London, said that they have been 
pleasantly surprised by the orders they 
have so far received, that they had sx.- 
ceeded their projections in both their 
pop and classical lines. On the other 
hand. Sal Uterano of Atlantic said that he 
has not seen and does not anticipate 
growth in the cassette market. 

Growth 
Conversely, Herb Corsack of Island 

Records thinks there will be tremendous 
growth in the market for cassettes, and 
Island is now making cassettes of all their 
product for which there is now none. He 
cited the superior sound quality and 
equipment as the main reason for the 
gain. He also said it was low risk because 
his break even point was 600 cassettes. 

Sol Gleit of the Win One Stop in Long 
Island City termed his cassette business 
"insignificant" and "not at all increasing." 
He cited pi ferage as a main reason for 
this. Don Moscatelli of Peters in Boston 
said that they did very little cassette busi- 
ness. "You can buy an album and a blank 
cassette for the same price." He said 
they receive very little call for them and 
that it would be impossible to stock for 
this small demand. 

Duplicator View 
Russ Fields of Ampex. which was a 

leader in cassette manufacture, said that 
their decision to get out of the tape busi- 
ness had been coming for a long time.

We had too many returns, and then our 
major lines dropped out. I see no growth 
in cassettes except among the dis- 
criminating listener, the classical buyer. 
The kids are committed to eight track." 

Biruta McShane of GRT says that they 
predict a 5% dollar increase in the 
cassette field due to the elimination of 
budget lines and because of less 
bootlegging. She also said that they see 
a 31/2% to 4% unit increase and that GRT 
has seen a 40% increase in the last 
twelve months, mostly due to hot prod- 
uct. She said that if they can sell 1500 
eight tracks, they will make a cassette, 
citing that figure as their break even 
point. She does feel, however, that 
cassettes will not take over from or equal 
eight tracks. 

Will Equal Eight Tracks 
Ben Karol of King Karol predicted that 

cassettes would equal the sales of eight 
tracks because the manufacturers are 
improving the sound and distribution. He 
said that he has seen a growth in the last 
year, mostly due. he thinks, to the high 
quality of the tapes, especially in the 
classical lines. "It is hard to gauge the 
proportions of configurations to buy on a 
release." he said. "There is too much out 
there -- quad disk, cassettes, eight track, 
quad tape. etc. If you have to let 
something go, you let go the least impor- 
tant. Cassettes are a stepchild. However, 
if the manufacturers paid close attention 
to shipping LPs. eight tracks and 
cassettes together, they'd have a good 
chance."

Sue Lighthouse 
NEW YORK - ASCAP members: WB 
Music Corp., Cherry Lane Music Co., 
Jobete Music Co.. Inc. and Black Bull 
Music. Inc. have sued the Lighthouse 
Club in Mouma. Louisiana for copyright 
infringement. Mandago Inc. and Andrew 
Johnson operators of the establishment 
were named as defendants in the suit 
filed in U.S. District Court for the eastern 
district of Louisiana. 

The plaintiffs claim that their 
copyrighted songs were performed at 
The Lighthouse Club without authoriza- 
tion and have asked the court to award 
statutory damages along with trial costs, 
and to restrain the defendants from 
publicly performing their songs in the 
future. 

Those songs involved are: "One Of 
These Nights" by Don Henley and Glenn 
Frey; "Sunshine On My Shoulders" by 
H.J. Deutschendorf, Jr.. Dick Kniss and 
Mike Taylor; and "Boogie On Reggae

The 
manufacturer reportedly has refused to 
give Heilicher the line in any other 
markets for fear of what such a great con- 
centration of business in the hands of 
one person would mean should 
Heilicher and the manufacturer have a 
dispute of any kind. 

Challenged 
Ironically, the only market in which 

Heilicher has failed to successfully 
operate independent distribution was in 
Chicago. where they lost in a head to 
head competition with Salstone. The St. 
Louis batte should prove an interesting 
confrontation between two veteran rec- 
ord executives. 

If and when other manufacturers give 
their St. Louis business to Salstone, the 
test of strength between Heilicher and 
Salstone (and, of course. Roberts) will 
become more interesting. Salstone. an 
astute businessman. would not be open- 
ing without a number of major labels. or 
he wiH obviously not be able to remain 
open competitively in the market. 
Should some manufacturers choose to 
go with him. they will go with someone 
with strong financial backing, who has 
paid his bibs, with a reputation for 
prompt payment in 31 years of opera- 
tion. It is also believed that Salstone will 
be able to collect on some "IOUs" for 
favors he has done for people through- 
out his years in the business. 

Half the Market 
The St. Louis market is an interesting. 

yet not entirely representative battle- 
ground, for the Salstone/Heilich- 
er/Transamerica standoff. First. St. Louis 
is not a very strong retail record market, 
with much of the business in town done 
by Marsh and Musical Isle. They will 
probably truck their goods in from out- 
side rather than buy from Salstone. Yet 
Salstone is familiar with that situation: he 
has often complained that in Chicago he 
has only 50% of the market. The other 
part of the business is done by the rack 
depots who have their goods drop - 
shipped in many cases by the manu- 
facturer.

Atlantic licencees plus Rolling Stones 
management. Also attending were 
Ahmet Ertegun chairman of the board of 
Atlantic; Nesuhi Ertegun president of 
WEA International; Jerry Greenberg 
president of Atlantic; Earl McGrath 
Atlantic artist development and Bob 
Kornheiser vp Atlantic Records. The 
meeting was filmed in its entirety for use 
in a possible forthcoming documentary. 

April Music has acquired sub 
publishing rights to all material by U.S. 
group, Blue Oyster Cult. Through a deal 
concluded in New York by CBS Interna- 
tional, April UK now handles the group's 
own publishing company B.O. Cult 
Songs Inc. in the UK and Eire as well as 
many parts of the British Com- 
monwealth. Still with April, managing 
director Brian Hutch advises that, follow- 
ing their move into specially com- 
missioned film soundtracks, they have 
acquired sub -publishing rights to the 
theme music from the "SWAT" TV 
series. The single version of "The 
Theme From SWAT" by Rhythm 
Heritage recently made number one on 
the U.S. charts and is now issued in the 
U.K. on Anchor.

Australians Among 
World's Top Record 
Buyers (Per Capita) 
SYDNEY - Figures released by the 
Australian Bureau of Statistics make it 
clear that Australia is among the top 
record buying nations (per capita) in the 
world. 

During the fiscal year 1974-75, 
21,414,000 albums and 5,927,000 
singles were manufactured in Australia. 

Albums imported into the country dur- 
ing this period numbered 4,100,000. 
Singles accounted for 652,000 imports. 

At the same time. Australia exported 
292,000 LPs and another 28,000 singles. 

`Then The Music Changed' 
CBC-TV Special Focus on Canadian Music 
TORONTO - The CBC-TV has complet- 
ed work on a one -hour music special that 
looks into a number of questions being 
provoked by the rising tide of na- 
tionalism in this country, in addition to of- 
fering the general public a mini -overview 
of what is claimed to be a "ten -billion 
dollar a year" record and tape industry 
around the world. 

Titled "And Then the Music Changed," 
recording artists to appear in this well -re- 
searched program include Robert 
Charlebois, Fludd, Shirley Eikhard, 
Wolfman Jack, Anne Murray. Murray 
McLauchlan. Joe Mendelson, the Bay 
City Rollers, the Stampeders. Rough 
Trade, Gino Vannelli. and the Guess 
Who. 

Documentary Approach 
Following a documentary style, the 

program switches the camera eye from 
stage performances to the private homes 
of artists and rock critics. A particularly 
informative section takes places at Morin 
Heights, Quebec. with Andre Perry at 
the controls of the mixing board of his 
own Le Studio. Perry discusses the 
merits of the studio's location in the roll- 
ing Laurentians and actually performs a 
basic mix on camera. 

Pop critic, journalist and author of 
numerous rock biographies, Ritchie 
Yorke, provides some thought -provoking 
insights into the industry, relating the 
decadent flamboyance displayed by 
super groups today, with the movie stars 
of the thirties. He furthered his point by 
pointing out the association between the 
movie moguls of the time, and the cor- 
porate empires of today which now own 
a big chunk of the movie industry and re- 
cord and tape industry. 

Critical Insights 
Bob Segarini of the Dudes, Ritchie 

Yorke and newspaper critic Peter God- 
dard offer insight into the international 
trends in music, but the big point of this 
program is to bring to the fore the 
problems inherent in Canada's own star - 
producing industry. 

The only independent record com- 
pany to be mentioned in the hour long 
special is Attic Records. Label chiefs, 
Alexander Mair and Tom Williams are 
articulate in voicing the problems related 
to operations of a small company, and 
the immense assets the larger multina- 

tionals have at their disposal. 
Mair termed Canadian signings on in- 

ternational label rosters as "poor cousins 
to American acts," and criticized the 
federal government for not taking more 
action to protect domestic interests from 
the international lions. 

Two Schools Of Thought 
The program discussed two schools of 

thought that some nationalists see as be- 
ing the answer to exposing Canadian 
talent, although Attic was not in agree- 
ment with the two methods. One is that a 
stiff import tariff should be levied on im- 
ported masters; the second, that the 
foreign -based record companies be re- 
quired, through legislation, to invest a 
fixed percentage of profits in Canadian 
recordings and promotions. 

The importance of Windsor's CKLW 
radio in the U.S. market was well ex- 
plained, although the program pointed 
out that the station had not been suc- 
cessful in breaking Canadian album acts, 
being that the station was successful on- 
ly on a singles format. 

Perspective 
Overall, the program provides a 

perspective on rock music that has not 
been well documented on the home 
screen before. Early film clips of Paul 
Anka and Elvis Presley are included, as 
are clips from an early Beatles press con- 
ference and a clip of the Bay City Rollers 
in concert. 

The one -hour special has been in pro- 
duction since last August and was put 
together by the CBC-TV's public affairs 
department. No plans are being con- 
sidered at present for international dis- 
tribution. 

Carpenters Add More 
Japanese Successes 
TOKYO -- King Records of Japan has 
awarded Karen and Richard Carpenter 
four additional gold records for sales of 
"Please, Mr. Postman." "Only Yester- 
day." "Carpenters Live In Japan," and 
"Horizon." 

The Carpenters, in the midst of a sold 
out tour of this country, are showing their 
appreciation for their popularity by 
performing their hit single. "Sing." in 
Japanese. backed by a chorus of 
Japanese children. 

Festival d'Orange, 1976 
To Feature New -Look Format 
PARIS - Assad Debs and Pascal 
Bernadin are two promoters who 
brought Status Quo, ELO, Kevin Ayers 
and Nils Lofgren to France. They were 
also the organizers of the Festival d' 
Orange in 1975. This year they will again 
organize that festival, only they've de- 
cided to change the formula. Instead of 

the usual three days, Orange 1976" will 
be comprised of one concert each week, 
featuring two special acts, and the 
festival will last seven weeks in all. This 
to avoid the confusion and disturbances 
created by last year's program. No 
performers have been announced yet, 
but some big ones are on the list. 

Fraser Named 
Crest (Rust.) 
Nt'!. Mktg. Mgr. 
MELBOURNE - Don Fraser has been 
appointed national marketing manager 
for Crest International, the Australian 
record concern. In announcing the 
move. Crest managing director Marcus 
Herman said that in its fifteen years of 
operation Crest had successfully catered 
to the specialized area of the disk market 
and had not specificially sought top 40 
artists. In recent years Crest has been 
one of Australia's pioneers of "budget" 
albums. Herman told Cash Box he in- 
tended investigating the development of 
other markets to which Don Fraser will 
add his professional strength and ex- 
perience, including key aspects of ad- 
vertising. pubic relations and retail pro- 
motion. Fraser is a fellow of the 
Australian Advertising Institute. 

Herman added: "Australia is on the 
brink of full international recognition in 
the record industry and we have the 
necessary creative talent and production 
techniques. Crest believes that a mature. 
professional approach is required. The 
new appointment will be a valuable asset 
in helping us achieve this goal."
