Bar Coding Analysis Committee Needed . .

.

Needed For More Profits
The news that Joyce Records has released its first album with a bar code,

as reported in last week's Cash Box, is welcome news for many retailers and

rack jobbers who do not have sophisticated equipment and inventory

management systems. Though the "giants” of the record business can afford

such equipment, and indeed need it for the actual day to day running of their

operations, the smaller retailer and rack jobber should have access to equally

sophisticated inventory management information.

Bar codes, which were unheard of a year ago. are now a way of life in many
other industries — groceries, drugs and magazines to name a few And the use

of bar codes is spreading, and will continue to spread as electronics and

computerization continue making inroads at the retail and wholesale levels.

The economics available with full use of bar codes in the record industry is

almost unbelievable. To some, the idea of instant inventory control, and

knowledge of which of 50,000 titles has sold in their stores that day. borders

on utopia. Yet it is not only possible to do so. it is already a reality for those who
have invested in their own systems.

While scanning has run into some roadblocks at the supermarket level, the

actual application is not totally the same for the record industry. The record

business would use the scanned information for inventory control only, and

not for the "price lookup” capabilities that supermarkets were counting on. in

order to avoid individual unit pricing All a retailer would need is a cassette

recorder with a portable scanner, and access to a phone line and a receiving

terminal to which he could transmit his sales information The result 9 Presto 1 A

daily inventory system with a computer printout indicating what albums sold

and in what quantity.

But there are problems: which system to choose, what numbers to assign,

etc. Those problems, however, can be worked out The impetus for the system

must come from retailers and wholesalers who want scanning, just as it came
from the supermarket chains to the grocery manufacturers. The wholesale and

retail communities have the largest stake in bar coding: accordingly, they

should make the most noise for it.

We call upon NARM and the RIAA to actively pursue the entire issue of

scanning, and to appoint committees to study the issue (There are

committees already for practically everything else.) The committee should be

made up of retailers, wholesalers and manufacturers, along with

representatives from various computer companies who can give technical

advice Tom Heiman. president of Joyce and the Nehi/Peaches organization,

has volunteered his services as chairman.

There is no excuse for not pursuing this issue. Cash Box calls upon all

parties involved to begin discussions. The end result would be better

inventory control, fewer returns, less overhead and more profits. Aren't those

enough reasons to get some movement?

House Ups Mechanical Royalty To 2%$;
Record Labels Subject To New Language
WASHINGTON. D.C. — Mechanical

royalties were voted up to 2% cents per

song, or .6 cents per minute, whichever is

greater, by the House Copyright Subcom-
mittee last week. This is up from the 2 Vi

cents in the Senate-passed copyright revi-

sion bill, and the 2 cents rate currently in ef-

fect.

The Kastenmeier Subcommittee also

adopted new language narrowly defining

when and how mechanical royalties are to

be paid.

Made And Distributed

The Senate bill required record com-
panies to pay royalties for product
“manufactured and distributed." The new
language, which changes the wording to

Trade ShowSellingRestricted
IRS; NARM AffectedBy

by Julian Shapiro
NEW YORK — Record manufacturers who
previously utilized trade shows run by non-

profit organizations, such as the National

Association of Recording Merchandisers
(NARM), for selling to their distributors or

rack jobbers, will now be unable to do so.

This is the result of a ruling issued by the In-

ternal Revenue Service (IRS).

The guidelines, effective immediately,

stipulate that such sponsoring groups will

have to pay income tax on trade shows they

run, if selling takes place at the exhibitions.

According to the IRS, “selling” embraces
not only actual transfer of merchandise but

orders written at the show, even if they are

subject to later credit checks and similar

contingencies. Penalty for the sponsor
could be as severe as loss of its tax exempt
status, although the newness of the direc-

tive and subsequent lack of precedent

provide an unclear evaluation of the situa-

tion.

Unsettled Question

Order writing can still go on, of course, as

long as it is not at the show, so it is expected

that a further directive as to what con-

stitutes "the show" will be needed. Other

unsettled questions include whether dis-

plays can be sold atthe end ofthe show and
whether, in fact, a show loses its tax exempt
status if an exhibitor is discovered to be

selling in violation of contract terms
For the record industry, this could poten-

tially mean that manufacturers that for-

merly used the NARM convention to sell to

either their distributors or rack jobber/re-

tailer/one stop accounts, may now be un-

able to do so. Jules Malamud, president of

NARM, which is a nonprofit organization

told Cash Box that “NARM has always
operated within the guidelines of the IRS,

and has always adhered strictly to the law. If

selling is not permitted, NARM will not allow

Equal Argument
Agreeing that both the record com-

panies and publishers and authors “have a

more or less equal argument,” the sub-
committee passed the 2% cent royalty with

no debate.

The rate per minute then became the

issue. Rep. Pattison (D-N.Y.) pushed .7

cents, congressman Railsback (R-lll.)

pushed .6 cents and Kastenmeier favored
Vz cent. Railsback summed up the debate
when he said “it all seems to me very ar-

bitrary.” Arbitrary or not, the subcommit-
tee went for .6 cents.

Biggest Money Issue

When RIAA president Stanley Gortikov,

testifying last September before the House
Judiciary Subcommittee, said mechanical
royalties were “the biggest money issue in

this bill and the major commercial and con-
sumer question before this committee,” he
wasn’t just whistling “Dixie.” With estimates
ranging between $47 million to $100 million

in costs to record companies and con-
sumers, and publishers and composers
screaming inflation and inequity, the lines

for a big battle were well defined as the

Kastenmeier Subcommittee considered
the mechanical royalty.

Current Provision

The current 1909 mechanical royalty

provides two cents for each song per

record, with an additional rate, voluntarily

adopted by the record companies, of VH
continued on pg.

LP Units Sales Up 6 Mil., 45’s

Units Down 20%; Overall
Sales Up 7% To $2.36 Bil.
NEW YORK — Unit sales of record albums increased by six million in 1975, according to

the Recording Industry Association of America. Correspondingly, overall disk sales in-

creased 9.5% to $1 .356 billion.

The demand for 45's continued to wane as unit sales declined 20% by 40 million to 164

million. A resulting drop in dollar volume of $1 1 ,000,000 was registered.

Sales of pre-recorded tapes increased 6.5% to $692,000,000 on a volume of 118,1 00,-

000 units as 8-track cartridges and cassettes accounted for 98.5% of sales. Quadraphonic
and reel-to-reel tapes combined for the remaining 1.5%.

Total combined sales of records and tapes increased 7.3% to a new high of $2.36 billion.

The previous record of $2.2 billion was set in 1974.

As a guide for the industry Cash Box has assembled a three-year breakdown of sales by

dollar volume and by units sold that appears in the accompanying tables on page 22

All dollar figures are stated in terms of suggested list price value, and units are ex-

pressed in the millions. continued on pg. 22

NEW YORK — With all of the interest in retail selling prices of records and tapes, and the

proliferation of price “wars” that Cash Box has reported on in the past few weeks, CB has

analyzed the record advertisements by record retailers and discounters/department

stores around the country, in Sunday newspaper record/music sections, to determine

what is being advertised and at what price, by what accounts. That information is explained

in the accompanying chart.

By and large, the average “sale" price for records, as advertised in 8 major markets

around the country with Sunday ads, is under $4. And both Denver and New York were

markets where the A&M Records “Christmas in May" program was in full swing; the Alex-

ander's chain in New York was using a half dozen titles featured at $2.99. And the Paul

McCartney & Wings catalogue was featured in Atlanta and New York.

While Detroit had no record ads in last Sunday’s paper, there is often a Detroit Korvettes

ad similar to the one in the Sunday New York Times. And the Sam Goody Philadelphia ad is

also similar to their Sunday Times Ads.

NEW YORK — “The prime reasoning for

reactivating Cotillion Records was the

heavy surge of the black LPs over the past

couple of years," commented Henry Allen,

president of Cotillion Records and thirty

year veteran of the music industry.

Cotillion Records, coined the “love

label," was recently reactivated by Allen to

promote and exploit not only the talents of

new and established artists, but also

producers, writers and promotion people.

George Benson’s current success with his

debut Warner Bros, album “Breezin' " and

the single "This Masquerade" is the result

of over two decades of hard work and
dedication.

Having been involved in rhythm and
blues and jazz since the early fifties, Ben-

son’s versatility has won him a very broad-

based audience over the years. He has per-

formed as a solo vocalist, as part of a vocal

group and as a guitarist, for the most part in

the context of Brother Jack McDuff's group.

He left the McDuff group in 1 965 to pursue a

solo career which has been building

steadily. Long a favorite jazz cognoscente
(he won the Playboy All-Star Poll) Benson,

concurrent with his signing to Warner Bros.

Records and the release of “Breezin'," has

attracted a remarkably large pop following.

“Breezin’,” which spearheaded the War-
ners “New music that stays new" campaign
early this year, was produced by Warner
Bros, staff producer, Tommy Li Puma.
Since the release of the album, Benson has

been on the road with afull schedule of club

and concert appearances. In addition he

has recently signed a management con-

tract with Ken Fritz and Dennis Turner of

Ken Fritz Associates.

“Breezin’,” is #20 with a bullet on the

Cash Box top album chart this week while it

is the #1 National Breakout album in the

country according to the Cash Box regional

album activity chart. These kind of num-
bers don’t come easily to an ordinary “jazz”

artist, but Benson is no ordinary artist.

Goody Sales Up
NEW YORK — Sam Goody, Inc. has

registered a sales increase of 18.7% for the

first quarter of fiscal 1976 from the same
period last year to $10,439,877. However,

the company lost $170,858 for the initial

three months of this year. Last year, the

retail chain posted a profit of $93,799 for

the same period.

According to Sam Goody, president, the

increase in sales is mainly attributable to

the opening of eight stores in 1975. The

corresponding decline in income is chiefly

due to a decline in sales in the audio and

radio departments and continuing
operating losses of stores acquired during

1975.

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The House
Copyright Subcommittee axed an amend-
ment to the copyright revision bill to

provide royalties to performers and record

companies for use of their sound
recordings, despite expressions of concern
for the artists involved. While rejecting Rep.

George Danielson’s (D-Cal.) performance
royalty amendment, which detailed a fee

schedule for the performers’ compulsory
license, the subcommittee did adopt a

measure instructing the Copyright Register

to report on the performance royalty ques-
tion by January 3, 1978. The Register’s

report is to discuss the issues of foreign

performing rights, views of interested par-

ties, and possible legislative remedies.

No Chance
It was obvious from the beginning that

the performance royalty didn’t have much
chance when its sponsor, Danielson, failed

to appear atthe markup session. Chairman
Kastenmeier (D.-Wis.) introduced the

amendment for Danielson by saying he, the

chairman, personally opposed it.

“Basically it’s a question of whether it’s

within the scope of this revision to include a

new set of performing rights,” said the

chairman. “I do not think it should be in this

bill, as the committee has not been able to

grapple with it."

Neither the House in 1967, nor the

Senate this year, included performance
royalties in their copyright revision bills.

The Senate's performance royalty ad-

vocate, Hugh Scott (R.-Pa.) had agreed not

to press this issue.

Performer Equity

Although subcommittee members
favored performing rights, no one was will-

ing to vote it into the bill. “I believe in the

equity of the performer,” said Father

Drinan (D.-Mass.), “but through no one's

fault we're not in a position to recognize

that.” Drinan questioned the amendments
50-50 provision, i.e., 50 percentgoingtothe
performer, and 50 percent to the record

companies.
The only point of debate left, once the

members voiced their support of perform-

ers was whether or not to put the mandate
'for the Register’s report into statutory

language. Rep. Wiggins (R.-Cal.) felt it was
going too far. But Kastenmeier, pressing

that it go into the record noted, “a great

number of people with great hopes and ex-

pectations would feel somewhat more
reassured if it were in the statute.

Search And Do
Tom Railsback (R.-lll.) concurred,

stating his concern that the Senate be in-

volved in the request to the Register. “We
need to make clear that both bodies are

determined to search and to do something
about it.”

Once performance royalties were out of

the way, the subcommittee passed section

114, the scope of exclusive rights in sound
recordings as amended earlier. Motion pic-

ture and audio-visual soundtracks gained
the same rights other copyrighted sound
recordings have. Those are the rights to

reproduce copies to prepare derivative

works and to distribute copies. The right of

performance is specifically exempted from

section 1 14.

Public broadcasters got yet another
break in section 1 14, and will be allowed to

make their own copies of sound
recordings.

Earlier the subcommittee on courts, civil

liberties and the administration of justice

passed with little discussion sections 112

and 113, dealing with ephemeral
recordings and exclusive rights in pictorial,

graphic, and sculptural works.

Free Copies
Section 112 allows limited copies of

sound recordings to be made free of

charge in certain limited circumstances.

Generally the copies must be destroyed

within a specific time period, from six

months, 1 year or seven years, depending
on who is doing the reproduction.

The one controversy over 112 was
whether or not free copies of religious

music should be made for non-commercial
distribution. Father Drinan wondered why
one category of religious music should be

exempt from copyright law. But after con-

continued on pg .

Private Stock Signs Lemongello
NEW YORK — Peter Lemongello, the

singer who promoted his own record

through an intensive television advertising

campaign in both New York and Los

Angeles-Las Vegas, has been signed by

Private Stock Records.

Lemongello received much attention for

the TV campaign, which had never been

done on such a scale for an unknown artist,

with or without a label affiliation.

The
total estimated cost of the fee to the

machine operators is over three and a half

million dollars, with an additional four

million dollars to be paid out in the higher

mechanical royalty fees. This seven million

dollar royalty for the 75 million records

jukeboxes use rivals the $8 million dollar

new royalties the cable industry will be pay-

ing.

Jukebox Section

CBS Lowers
SQ Quad Prices
NEW YORK — CBS Records has announ-
ced a new single inventory policy for its

Masterworks SQ quad releases. Hence-
forth, Masterworks SQ quad LPs will be
available in either the fully compatible
stereo/quadraphonic format or in stereo,

and will sell only at the traditional stereo

price. This policy was initiated last fall by
EMI Worldwide and Angel Records for

most of their classical recordings.

The stereo/quadraphonic disks, which
were formerly priced one dollar higher than
the stereo disks, will now sell at the lower
stereo disk price. In addition, CBS Records
has not yet decided whether to lower the

prices on their existing SQ quad disks,

which would involve issuing a credit to ac-

counts for all SQ disks currently in the

marketplace. It is interesting to notethatthe
SQ disks have always been compatible with

stereo reproduction.

The first two single inventory stereo/-

quadraphonic compatible releases will be a

new original cast recording of "My Fair

Lady,” which has been revived on
Broadway and was first released in mono
some 20 years ago, and the E. Power Biggs
bicentennial album, “Stars And Stripes

Forever."

them compulsory license to duplicate the

sound recordings of a composer's works.

Blocked Avenues
Father Dr i nan (D.-Mass.) was concerned

that the anti-piracy provision might block

avenues for authorized duplication of

record company catalog currently unavail-

able to the public. “My sentiments are that

the public should have access to these
records,” he said. “I think it's a perversion
of the original copyright to deny the public

this for commercial gain.”

Representative Ed Pattison (D.-N.Y.)

agreed with Drinan, but noted that record
companies are becoming more responsive
to requests to open up their catalog. He
suggested the subcommittee copyright
report include an encouragement to the

companies to be freer with their material.

He added the threat that, “If they don’t do
that we may have to consider compulsory
license."

Polydor's Oslander Brings
Desire' To Wesf Coast A&R Gig

LOS ANGELES — “I had it in the back of my
head that I always wanted to be the chief of

A&R for a company.” And the hopes of

Barry Oslander are at least starting to come
true with his new position as west coast
A&R director at Polydor, Inc. Called to

Chicago by label president Irwin Steinberg
for an interview some 6 months ago, Qslan-
der was concerned that the job might not go
to him. "I really did aim for this gig though,
and it came true,” he noted to Cash Box.
Steinberg reviewed his qualifications,

called Oslander to "shake hands over the

phone," and congratulated him on his new
challenge.

Enhansing Factor
The recording/engineering and produc-

ing experience that Oslander brings to

Polydor is certainly a factor that will

enhance the label’s west coast operation.

He spent his early career years at com-
panies like Bell-Sound, Associated
Recording Studios, and Mercury as an
engineer and was producer of seven of

Grieff To Direct

New A&M Regional
Merchandising Team
LOS ANGELES — A&M Records has es-

tablished four new positions, that of

regional merchandising directors, ac-
cording to Barry Grieff, national merchan-
dising director for the company.

Each will be responsible for a different

area of the country — northeast, midwest,
south, and west — and will figure strongly in

tour support of A&M acts. “They will act in

much the same way that political advance
men work during a campaign," Grieff ex-

plained. The regional directors will arrive in

a market up to two weeks in advance of an
artist’s appearance, and will work closely

with A&M's local promotion men and dis-

tribution and retail accounts.

All areas of merchandising will be dealt

with on this concentrated local ievel, from
retail displays to checking radio spots for

correct time buys and effectiveness.

Secondary Market Focus
At first this four man force will focus on

secondary markets to make sure that those
involved have been provided with ail possi-
ble merchandising and promotional aids.

The regional directors will also help the

sales managers and distributors to cover all

viable methods for gaining visibility for

A&M acts.

The A&M college representative depart-
ment will also get some support from the

new regional directors. These secondary
areas will be worked with on an on-going
basis so that promotion activities will ex-

pand to encompass many aspects of

merchandising, both at the campus retail

and radio levels. Campus store sales

reports will be coordinated so that direct

contact with local chain managers will be a

reality.

Total Market Penetration
"We feel that this concept will give us the

total market penetration and presence
needed to give our artists on tour the max-
imum support, both for their current
albums and for their long-term careers with

A&M," Grieff continued.
A&M president Jerry Moss emphasized

Grieff's point. “If an A&M act is breaking his

or her neck working out there,” he
declared, “it will be our goal to expand our
activities in their behalf.”

The regional merchandising directors

will report directly to Barry Grieff, who will,

in turn, make regular progress reports to

Jerry Moss.
An announcement of the four men hired

for this job is expected this week.

We get phone calis on both coasts, we talk

to producers, and sometimes the acts
themselves. These are our sources, and we
followup on them . . . that's important."

Across The Board

“In the past when you mentioned our
label,- people thought we were only into

MOR and bubblegum. But that's changed.
Now, there is no kind of music we don't

have . . . from jazz to country to pop. I will

tell you this . . . our roster is going to be
small. I’m not a big believer in 80 acts . . .

throwing ’em up against the wall . . . and
letting them stick where they may. We have
about 42 acts now . . . they’re good . . .

they're across the board ranging from Eric

Clapton to the Osmonds and work them
well.”

Believer

Oslander related that the label has never

really had any stability as far as acts coming
down in the past and went on to say, “you

need your believer on the other side of the

desk," referring to himself in screening and
signing acts for Polydor. “We have our

meetings with the New York staff of course,

on policy decisions, sometimes on artists,

but ! recognize that a producer is, in the

beginning, just as important to the act.

Before we sign, we like to know the

producer as well as the artist.”

Three questions that have to be
answered in Oslander’s mind on signing a

new act are: 1) Who produced them? 2)

Whose songs are they using? and 3) How
much does it cost? “I look at signing a label

as ! do a father and son at a desk. Now I’m in

that father role with a yes or no, but ! cer-

tainly empathize with the son role too. I

know what the act’s manager or agent is

thinking, because I've been there.”

Product Reaction

And west coast A&R director continued

saying that he checked out product
beforehand with promotion and publicity

people to see what their reaction was.

Jerry Sharell, Elektra/Asylum’s vice-

president, international, advertising and ar-

tist relations emphasized that careful plan-

ning of every detail caused the campaign to

run smoothly: “All the dates were firm. The

itinerary was ready early . . . and, crucially,

the band was available to do the things that

were needed. As a result, there were no

surprises.”

Total Support

Coordination of the campaign included

provisions for in-store support as well.

All the label executives stressed the

cooperation by Reid's office as essential to

the campaign.

NASHVILLE — Executives from Screen
Gems-Columbia Music/Colgems Music
held their annual meeting during two day-
long sessions on May 18 and 19, where
goals for the development and acquisition

of new talent were set. In addition, it was an-

nounced that the music publishing com-
pany would expand its talent acquisition

and development department.

According to Lester Sill, president, pro-

jected revenues for the current fiscal year

would be “right on target.” However, a sub-
stantial increase would be projected for

fiscal 1977. This will be accomplished in

part, as a result of greater emphasis on the

acquisition and development of new writing

talent and writer/artists.

“This year,” Sill noted, “the company was
successful in placing several new writer/ar-

tists with various record labels. We intend

to pursue that course of activity

aggressively." Among the writer/artists Sill

referred to are the Side of the Road Gang,
whose first album for Capitol has just been
released, and Paul Harrison, whose new
single on the newly-organized RSO label is

expected to be released shortly.

Also signed to new record deals this year

are artist/writers Barry Mann (Arista),

Richard Supa (Epic), and Mark James
(Mercury). All three are currently in the

studios cutting new recordings.

Song Use In TV
Ads On Upswing
NEW YORK — Songs not written for com-
mercials are being used for commercials as

never before. Advertising agencies are us-

ing them to give advertising messages a lit-

tle extra edge, and the felling in the industry

is that commercial licensing of copyrighted

songs is more prevalent than before the

1969 advertising peak that preceded the

economic slump.

Show tunes (“Thank Heaven For Little

Girls"), traditional folk songs (“If I Knew You
Were Coming . . .”), and even the standard

favorites of Cole Porter and Hoagy Car-

michael are enlisted and the principal

reason is familiarity. As one advertising ex-

ecutive noted, “If you begin with a tune that

people are familiar with, their ability to hear

the copy words is heightened because they

only have to assimilate one thing.”

Agencies negotiate for the use of songs

with the individual music publishers or with

agencies that license copyrighted songs.

Year-long contracts can cost from $12,000

to $75,000 depending on the song and on

whether the agency wants complete ex-

clusivity or just protection in a product

category. Usually advertisers will settle for

category exclusivity.

Detailed Problems
Conveyor belts that eat invoice en-

velopes off record and tape packages, em-
ployee carelessness in sending small par-

cels through the jaws of the bulk mailing

machines, and lack of attempts to reunite

records with either the sendor or the ad-

dressee were just a few of the problems

detailed by the record and publishing

representatives.

But the practice of auctioning off “loose

in the mails,” or packages separated from

their invoicing envelopes, drew the most

fire. “The postal service’s present policy of

conducting auctions of undeliverable

records and tapes after 60 days in a reten-

tion center is damaging and harmful to

record clubs, manufacturers, retailers, and

the industry as a whole,” claimed RCA’s

business affairs manager Alan Kayes. “It

unjustly deprives performing artists,

holders of proprietary and mechanical
copyrights, and the welfare and trust funds

of the craft unions, of royalties.”

Auction Discontinuance
Kayes advocated the immediate discon-

tinuance of the auctions, arguing that ex-

clusive record club selections were being

unfairly distributed to the public. He added
that a moratorium on the auctions would
probably go into effect June 1.

American Association of Publishers

representative Leo Albert noted that the

postal service is currently prohibited from
auctioning magazines and newspapers,
but that the prohibition did not yet extend to

books and records. Subcommittee chair-

man Charles Wilson (D-Cal.) declared, “We
should take legislative action then.”

Totally Dependent
“Almost all record companies are totally

dependent upon the postal system for the

shipment and delivery of their newly-
released recordings to radio stations and
newspaper and magazine reviewers,”

claimed RIAA’s Brief. He estimated the

mailings range from the hundreds, to the

tens of thousands.

The largest users of the USPS are record

and tape clubs, however. Herbert
Trossman, speaking for Columbia House,
which operates Columbia Record and
Tape Club — the largest record club in the

world — said Columbia House's annual

postage bill is over $10 million.

“We are wedded to the postal service till

death do us part," testified RCA’s Kayes. He
claimed RCA doesn’t use UPS, the USPS’
main competitor, at all. But his projection of

money lost due to the USPS’ loose-in-the-

mail problem would be $V2 million.

Complaints Double
Consumer complaints, way up over last

year, double from month to month, ac-

cording to the reps. The dissatisfaction with

records never received, lost invoices,

records returned but never received at the

fulfillment plants have also led to increases

in complaints by consumer protection

agencies and Better Business Bureaus.

"The confusion and customer dis-

satisfaction resulting from the postal ser-

vice's problems with “loose in the mail”

record and tape parcels is enormously
costly,” Kayes' testimony read. “The tangi-

ble costs are more easily assessed than the

intangibles, such as erosion of customer
confidence, damage to the industry’s

standing in the mind of the general public,

and potential criticism of its mail practices

by federal and state regulatory agencies, as

well as others.”

Horror Story

Chairman Wilson, whose subcommittee
has uncovered horror story after horror

story of postal service disservice to the

mails, was sympathetic to the victims of the

mail-eating Bulk Mailing Centers. “In

Detroit, I was surprised by the great num-
ber of books and records, the great bulk of

damage,” he told those at the hearing. “It's

my experience that records are always

well-packaged and pretty hard to get into.”

He added, “I have not found a badly
packaged record.”

The recording industry representatives

concurred, explaining their packaging
standards either meet or exceed postal ser-

vice recommendations.
Kayes recommended bypassing the

BMCs until their mechanical failures were
solved, but said he would be “surprised if

they took up that suggestion.”

Another suggestion, advanced by
representative Patricia Schroeder (D-Col ),

was that they turn the BMCs into bowling
alleys. No one disapproved of the idea.

Mac Davis
Earns Gold
NEW YORK — Columbia recording artist

Mac Davis has had his album, “All The Love
In The World,” certified gold by the RIAA.

The album was released in January ot 1975.

Increases Slated For
Musicians In New
AFM Television Pact
NEW YORK — A newly approved contract

between the American Federation of Musi-
cians and television networks and
producers features a "recognition by the in-

dustry of a well grounded fear of the influx

of job destroying new electronic devices,”

according to AFM president Hal Davis. He
stated that contract language provided that

electronic devices would not be used to

replace traditional instruments, but could
be used to produce “unusual sounds.”
Davis indicated that the use of electronic

devices would be subject to approval of the
federation president’s office.

Raises

The contract, approved by a vote of 4 to

1 ,
raises rehearsal rates from $21 to $23.25

per hour retroactive to May 1, 1976, to be
raised to $25 effective May 1, 1977. For a

half hour variety show, the old rate of

$80.50 with two hours of rehearsal, goes up
to $86.60 retroactive to May 1, 1976, in-

creasing to $90 one year later. Employer
contributions to the AFM employer pen-
sion and welfare fund have been raised

from 7% to 8%, and contributions to the

health and welfare plan have gone from $2
to $2.50 per day with $12.50 the weekly
maximum.
The contract also guarantees a two hour

call payment to musicians for incomplete
record tracks used in videotape produc-
tion, providing the federation approves
their use, and assures television wage pay-

ments to the recording musicians. In addi-

tion, an experimental pre-recording
schedule has been instituted on a one-year
trial basis, as an experimental solution to

the problem of keeping track of the use of

pre-recordings made by musicians
engaged for a program.

sweet baliad melody. The power builds in this song and culminates with the chorus,
which is a real hook. This will add at pop and MOR stations everywhere, and should
achieve a serious measure of chart success.

CARLY SIMON (Elektra E-45323-A)
It Keeps You Runnin’ (3:56) (Tauripin — ASCAP) (M. McDonald)

With the Doobie Brothers backing her up, and Ted Templeman producing, Carly

Simon has come up with a winning combination. Her vocal is always clean and sen-
suous, and sensitive to the excellent backing. An upbeat cut, with attractive chord
changes and hook-filled lyric, this will hit the upper regions of the pop charts with

speed.

JAMIES TAYLOR (Warner Bros. WBS 8222)
Shower The People (3:52) (Country Road Music — BMI) (J. Taylor)

From the “In The Pocket” LP, Taylor has drawn a meaningful ballad that will pick up a

lot of FM airplay. Taylor has always had a way with melody and phrasing — this tune is

no exception.

TONY JOE WHITE (Twentieth Century TC-2276)

It Must Be Love (2:50) (Tennessee Swamp Fox —
ASCAP) (T.J. White)

A kind of bluesy shuffle from White this time around.

His voice is always right there; this is an excellent love

song. The tune reminds one of a J.J. Cale tune at times;

the arrangement is slick. Look for this to show up on FM
playlists immediately.

MAJOR HARRIS (WMOT — Atlantic 45-3336)
It’s Got To Be Magic (3:39) (Friday's Child — BMI) (B. Eli,

T. Collins)

Major Harris’ voice is really an instrument, carefully

controlled and well-directed. A touching love ballad, this

particular tune, with its ultra-clean production, will find a

quick home on the R&B charts. Should get some pop
play too.

DONNA SUMMER (Oasis/Casablanca OC 406)

Try Me, I Know We Can Make It (4:14) (Sunday/Rick’s

Music — BMI) (G. Moroder, P. Bellotte, D. Summer)
Donna Summer wraps her sultry voice around the

suggestive lyrics of this tune. The arrangement, disco-

oriented, has a lot of sparkle and versatility. There is a

passage that relies almost entirely on a steady-thumping

bass. With her track record, and the quality of this single,

the song should get immediate and heavy airplay and

sales.

SONS OF CHAWIPLIN (Ariola America P-7627)

Hold On (3:01) (JSH — ASCAP) (B. Champlin, L. Allan)

The first single from “A Circle Filled With Love” LP, this

is a driving, energetic rocker from the Sons. Their

trademarked horns are in full force, and the vocals, laid

over that dynamic arrangement, give the whole tune a

feeling of hook — it sticks in the mind. Great for summer
FM and AM airplay.

BUDDY MILES (Casablanca NB 859)

Where You Gonna Run To Lady (3:05) (Miles Ahead —
ASCAP) (B. Miles, B. Schultz)

Miles moves in a more sophisticated musical direction

with this one. Like Paul Butterfield's recent work, Miles

has gotten into some complicated arrangements and in-

strumental voicings. It's a good move — tune is suc-

cessful, not distracting. Should get a lot of play on FM
stations and widen Miles’ following.

THE ATTITUDES (Dark Horse/A&M DH 10008)

Honey Don’t Leave L.A. (3:21) (Kortchmar — ASCAP)

The Attitudes take this Danny Kootch tune (he’s a

renowned session and tour guitarist) and punch it up with

a lot of sparkle and good taste. The instrumental tracks

are well-arranged, and the voices, wrapped around a

good hook line (the title) makes this a strong contender

for the pop charts.

K1NGFISH (Round - UA RX-XW794-Y)
Hypnotize (2:35) (Good Grazin’ — ASCAP) (Torbert,

Kelly)

This tune, the second from the “Kingfish” LP, shows a

healthy jazz Influence. Chording, particularly on the

guitar, is always interesting, and there is a fluid solo and
break. The title is apt, for the listener is truly drawn into

the center of the song. This should get some serious FM
play.

LARRY GROCE (Curb — WB WBS 8221)
Old Fashioned Girl (3:34) (Peaceable Kingdom —
ASCAP) (L. Groce)

Hot on the heels of his top-charting “Junkfood
Junkie,” Groce has come up with a delicate country
ballad. It's a pretty melody and a fine arrangement. This
should get a lot of play on pop and country stations.

JIM WEATHERLY (ABC 1219)

(Apples Won’t Grow In) Colorado Snow (3:30) (Keca —
ASCAP) (J. Weatherly)

A country-flavored ballad from this accomplished

baliadeer. Truly a lovely melody here, and Weatherly

sings it with careful phrasing. As usual, Weatherly has

come up with some great lines, like “Roses don’t bloom
on the dark side of the moon.” Pop, MOR.

L.A. JETS (RCA PB 10668)

Money Money (2:33) (Koppelman/Bandier — ASCAP)
(Hanson) The first single from their debut “L.A. Jets”

LP, this Is a hard rock tune from a straight ahead rock

band. The band understands the genre, and has created

a full sound. Rhythmic shifts kick the piece along with an

air of excitement. The song should get a lot of FM and AM
pop play, in part because of the innovative guitar solo.

TINA WELLS (Janus J-260)

Ashford, V. Simpson)
Tina Wells takes this Ashford & Simpson tune and

really works it to its full potential. Every nuance of melody
is explored. The arrangement is full, with backing voices

and carefully layered harmonies. It’s an upbeat pop tune

that should get a lot of AM and FM airplay. Her voice is at-

tractive, and the song’s got some good hooks.

graphical miles.

From his vantage point in Chicago, Irwin

Steinberg oversees a combined Mercury
force of 130 employees — not very many
compared to some companies which may
have 130 individuals in Los Angeles alone.

To place the west coast office in perspec-

tive, over the past three years Denny
Rosencrantz has exercised the label’s

reach here presiding over a staff of four —
west coast publicity director Susanella

Rogers; west coast regional marketing
director George Steiner; southern Califor-

nia promotion manager Lindy Gaetz; and
Rosencrantz himself, general manager and
west coast A&R.

David Vs. Goliath

Inasmuch as the west coast must now be
defined as the center of record industry ac-

tivity, this David and Goliath mismatch
would seem humanly impossible tograpple

with. According to Rosencrantz, however, it

means something other than simply ad-

ditional hours:

“It means more autonomy per person

cury’s Hollywood offices are inundated with

four separate acts, each performing
through a separate venue with press par-

ties and a videotape session to be overseen

on top of everything else.

Yet Rosencrantz has personally ex-

hibited an innate ability to keep his head
above the surface. This way his ears are

free to listen for more acts for the Mercury
family. He brought the Ohio Players and
Coke Escovedo to the label as well as

current hopefuls, The Runaways.
Rid Of Dead Weight

"We're down to more business with 50

acts than we used to do with 100," Denny
emphasizes. “Irwin got rid of a lot of dead
weight and got the company to where
everybody’s really cooking. And that

means more money available for every act

on the roster; nobody gets lost in the record

company shuffle for priorities. The princi-

ple, still, is to find acts that are entities —
that are going to be stars and cover a wide

spectrum."

A group like the Runaways, perhaps?
Rosencrantz is really enthused in answer

to this question which was posed even

before the release of the band’s first album:

Same Old Feeling

“I have the same sociological feeling for

the Runaways as I had for other acts at their

beginnings before they came to this label,”

Rosencrantz offers. "Acts like Bowie, Rod
Stewart, even the New York Dolls. Here's

the Runaways, five young teenage girls

playing rock and roll. Real teenage girls

(every member of the group is under 17)

writing and playing their own stuff.

"First time I saw them they were a power
trio and I didn't quite like them. Whatever
they were trying to do, they couldn’t quite

pull it off. But when they added the lead

singer and the bass player and made it into

a regular band, I fell in love with them.”
Cash Box asked Rosencratz about the

signing process: is it a joint decision?

Rosencrantz Understood
Rosencrantz, according to Fowley, "was

the only one who understood what we were
doing." What Fowley also likes about his in-

volvement with Mercury is that, although
he's never had to go to Chicago, he says
he's gotten the "main office treatment"

from the Flollywood branch office.

“I don’t like traveling too much," says
Fowley. “If I can get this kind of efficiency—
information, advice, extra publicity photos
without asking — from the branch office, I

may never have to go to Chicago." He
proceeds with his endorsement: “A lot of

my friends in L.A. have N.Y. labels and often

have to make these treacherous and ex-

pensive trips to the east coast. A lot of them
are jealous that I've been able to produce
an album without having to put up with

transcontinental travel.”

Runaways manager Scott Anderson
concurs with Fowley’s summation of the

situation. ‘‘This is an unusual situation

which I've rarely seen,” says Anderson.

Mighty Fine-Record Factory/S. F.. Mile High/Denver.

"Mercury — through Denny— has gone out

of its way to not only provide the Runaways
with a very generous contract, but they’re

doing extra things that I didn't even expect

or ask for. At the last minute they requested

that we make an open-fold album jacket as

opposed to the regular closed sleeve.

That’s a lot more expensive for them; it's

also a better package for us collectively."

Strong Reaction

With strong reaction from all quarters,

Rosencrantz can continue to find time for

that extra favor or extra ounce of com-
munication. Denny's latest moral boost is

the Runaways' alignment with Howard
Rose who will book them this summer.
Rose is a very selective agent, only catering

to four other acts: Crosby & Nash, Dan
Fogelberg, Queen and Elton John.

Has Rosencrantz ever gone out on a limb

for an act that didn't come through?

"Sure,” says Rosencrantz, “with major

acts that we're leaving other labels. A cou-

ple never happened. Then again we had a

couple that weren't happening until they left

for another company — timing, you know?

But I don't consider them strike-outs. I’m

not going to back off those decisions. And I

know what you’re thinking. I have enough
reputation that I don’t run around and

scream ‘Runaways!’ unless I'm pretty into

it.”

Meanwhile, on the coast, more success

means more work.

“Even though there's a lot of autonomy,"

answered Rosencrantz, “I work closely with

Irwin and (executive vice president) Charlie

Fach. lOcc was a joint decision because it

was a large money deal and involved

everybody's opinion as to whether or not we
would go into it. After I signed the

Runaways, Irwin flew out and sawthem play

the Starwood,” grins Rosencrantz.

Steinberg's appreciation might have
been for Joan Jett, one of the more out-

spoken Runaways who told the audience

(which also included Jimmy Page and
Robert Plant of Led Zeppelin and Arista's

Patti Smith): “We just wanna let you know
we’re hot on your heels.”

Indeed, the Runaways appear to be a hot

act even as they get their first airplay.

Before the album was ever issued. Mer-

cury’s publicity department had generated

quite a bit of press including a couple of

photographs in Rolling Stone, the con-

sumer's guide to rock and roll taste. Ac-

cording to Mike Bone, national
promotion/albums for Mercury, all of the

advance press helped a great deal (the

album broke in on the Cash Box charts this

week at 1 88), although success seems to be

coming from an unexpected direction.

“I was surprised to see WMMS
(Cleveland) and WBCN (Boston) go on the

record,” says Bone, who thought the

teenage image would be offensive to the

FM mentality. “I was looking to AM
programming, personally, but all sorts of

radio people were aware of the Runaways
from gossip items in the trades and they

were hot for the record.”

Censorship Problems?
Cash Box asked Bone if he anticipated

any censorship problems in the south —
local religious zealots taking issue with the

concept of five young girls singing "Cherry

Bomb." For instance, not long ago John

LOS ANGELES — A completely new ex-

perience for the iistener will occur begin-

ning the first week in June when “Inner-

view,” a nationally syndicated radio show
will feature Roger Daltrey of the Who in the

first “intercontinental headphone experi-

ence.” The show’s audio is unique from the

standpoint that it has been specially

prepared for headphone listening, utilizing

such techniques as panning, phasing, and

channel switching effects. Cash Box talked

with Jim Ladd, host of “Inner-view,” to find

out how the show was set up and what the

format would be.

Audio-Theatrical View

“We’re offering an audio-theatrical view

of a top rock star,” Ladd told us. “Our goal

when the show began was to produce the

very best radio syndication show in an

interview type format as possible.” Ladd
noted that “Inner-view’s" shows only deal

with top name established rock and roll

groups, and does not serve to explore new
groups. He related that "bringing our facili-

ties to the hotel or home of the group or per-

former” is so much more effective than the

inside-the-studio trip. “They feel much
more at ease. . .they don’t have any reason

to be on the defensive or be apprehensive

and that's when they converse much more
freely . . . we’ve generally found that it’s

much easier for me to go to their turf, than

for them to come to mine.”

Location And Conversation

There are two different angles that

“Inner-view” uses in perfecting their for-

mat. Ladd explained that the location of the

interview, as has been discussed, is num-
ber one, and the guest's “free atmosphere”
conversation can be used as an extension

to or along side of the artist’s music as

featured on the show. “They gain confi-

dence in me when I talk to them,” he con-

tinued, ‘‘we don’t make it a straight

question-and-answer session, but allow

the artist to develop freely on their feelings

about their career, the group, and their life

in general.”

Contest

The special show with Roger Daltrey is a

two-parter that airs soon over many of the

165 stations carrying "Inner-view.” Sound

Communications, parent firm for “Inner-

view,” is working with MCA Records on

developing a contest to promote the show
too. “Who Knows Who” contests will be

held in the top thirty markets where the

show is broadcast, involving listeners as

they answer ten questions about the Who
correctly. They’ll win the complete Who
catalog plus a set of Akai headphones.
“MCA has totally knocked me out of the

water on this project ... I like people who
deal on the line," said Ladd. “We ap-

proached Jon Scott (national album
promotion - MCA) and he worked out the

interview with Daltrey. What was really uni-

que was that this was the only interview

granted during the Who's last American

tour.”

What does “intercontinental headphone
experience” mean and how does the show
plan to go one-to-one with the listeners was
the next logical question?

An Evesdropper
“The headphones are the main thing,”

Ladd said. “They remove so much of the in-

terruption . . . the listener is made to feel

that he is actually an “eavesdropper" on the

conversation, with stereo techniques plac-

ing my voice to his left and Daltrey’s to his

right. It’s a very unique way that we question

Daltrey in an ideal atmosphere and the

headphone quality allows the listener to ac-

tually feel like he’s part of a triangle.”

Remarkable Experience

Ladd commented that 90 percent of the

special audio techniques the show will use
have been used many times before. But to

“put this range of techniques into one show
is going to be a remarkable experience for

the listener."

The uniqueness of the show is unparal-

leled. An exclusive interview with Daltrey, a

program designed especially for “head-

phone” enjoyment, and special contests at

top markets where the show is syndicated

will all add to the excitement and aware-
ness of the special in June. Sound
Communication’s “Inner-view," in coor-

dination with MCA Records, has accom-
plished a very unique experience with this

show and listeners should certainly enjoy

that presentation.

RAINBOW ROOM, NYC — There have been
many female songstresses to grace the
stage of the Rainbow Room, but few retain

the poise and virtuosity Freda Payne has.

Performing songs from her latest ABC
album “Out Of Payne Comes Love,” Ms.
Payne proceeded to let loose on numbers
such as “What About Today” and the Jac-
ques Brel penned “Carousel."

MADISON SOUARE GARDEN, NYC —
While he three other former Beatles have
appeared in the United States subsequent
to the group's gradual dissipation into a for-

mal breakup, a particular mystique has sur-

rounded Paul McCartney, not only because
he hasn’t performed here in nearly ten

years, but due to the consistent acceptance
of his work on record. Wings Over America
has been surrounded by enough major
event publicity to make an objective view-

point on this concert nearly impossibile,

with heightened expectations and primed
critics following each show. This evening,

the appropriate opening, “Venus And Mars
Rock Show," unravelled into 27 songs and
nearly two and one-half hours of solid

music and showmanship.
Wings, which tendstoward acommercial

pop sound on studio recordings, emerged
on stage as an interacting band that really

rocks. The set reflected McCartney's desire

to dispay a group rather than well suppor-
ted solo artistry, with guitarists Jimmy
McCulloch and Denny Laine taking lead

vocals, Laine the most impressive with

voice and harmonica on his own “Time To
Hide." Drummer Joe English, the newest
member, has the rare capacity to take off

on simple rock rhythms, filling generously
enough to create excitement, yet never los-

ing the groove. His contribution to the

band’s power was exceeded possibly only

by McCartney’s aggressive bass lines,

which turned the light feeling single. “Silly

Love Songs,” into a bopping piece of

instrumentation. Incidentally, that single

and the Capitol album, “Wings At The
Speed Of Sound,” have attained number
one bulleted positions on the Cash Box
charts this week.
A big part of the excitement surround-

ing this show was that it represented many
people’s first chance to hear live those
Beatles’ hits bearing the particular
McCartney stamp. His multi-textured voice

was deep and punchy for "Lady Madonna,”
done at the piano, and sweet and gentle on
“The Long And Winding Road,” which
followed an early McCartney solo hit,

“Maybe I’m Amazed." While applause
could be tumultuous, perfect silence
reigned as McCartney strummed an
acoustic guitar to the baroque horn
arrangement for “Yesterday."

Although the atmosphere was relaxed

enough for McCartney to laugh off a sour
opening chord, production values and
visual appeal were carefully planned. “Live

And Let Die," introduced by Linda
McCartney, was striking in tempo changes
and dynamics, with her mellotron and elec-

tric keyboards adding to the studio quality

sound. The filmed album cover photo ses-

sion was a tasteful visual motif for “Band On
The Run," and even Laine's parade snare
drum playing on "Let ’Em In" was a fine

touch. Wings may not have been the
Beatles fanatics’ reincarnated dream, but

on through two encores gave a thorough
and very special performance.

Tom Bresh

PALOMINO, L.A. — Diving into show
business at the age of three isn’t the

healthiest way to insure a lengthy career. In

fact most kids ought to be in pictures but

become obnoxious real fast when they

realize other people in the room think

they’re cute. And if stage parents are in-

volved, the situation becomes that much
more complicated. By the end of high

school the precocious little tap dancer has
become a swell-headed bulldozer.

This reviewer was a precocious kid and
so was Tom Bresh. We went to school

together and I could tell you stories.

The common theme to those recollec-

tions has to do with Tom's immense
capacity to entertain. As far back as I can
remember Bresh could play any kind of

guitar he could lay his hands on or lay

across his lap. Coupled with a deep voice

straight from his sox, he always devastated
those crowds of unwitting parents who kind

of sloughed in to catch the Chatsworth High
School talent shows. Of course, that hap-
pened when he had time to show up for

school; his real education came on the road
in clubs. There was a rumor that, since Tom
would be away during finals, the principal

was going to let him sing his exams over the

phone, long-distance.

I also remember going by his house and
seeing his mother, Ruth, shake her head
and shrug helplessly, not wanting to dis-

lodge Tom from his self-imposed practice.

His folks never seemed to push music on
him. On the other hand, they recognized his

love of it and never discouraged him.

This isn’t to say he wasn’t a swell-headed
punk at times. You'd strut too if you’d paid

off your own T-Bird by the eleventh grade.

After school we went our separate ways.
Ten years marched by and I kept waiting for

Tom to break. And I thought of all those
frustrated musician stories, never wanting
to equate the two. Meanwhile, Jay
Ferguson and Mark Andes, two other for-

mer classmates, blossomed after gradua-
tion to form Spirit, an influential group
which certainly earned its success but
made Tom Bresh seem the certain
bridesmaid in my mind’s eye.

As late as last autumn I wrestled with the

proposition that my personal estimation of

Tom’s talent might have been clouded by
our friendship. Was I over-inflating? Then
again, maybe he had been, but just . . . too
early; perhaps he had burned himself out
with too much attention as a kid. Subse-
quently, I became more critical of Bresh.

All of this admission really has to preface
my brief comments about the Tom Bresh
show at the Pal recently (21). You see, I

have to come clean not only to the reader,

but to the performer.

Tom Bresh exhibited something more
than his rote abilities the other night. The
crowd was with him, to be sure (as usual)

and he had the extra momentum of a chart

record, “Home Made Love" (finally) which
never hurts. But the crowd couldn't see
what this reporter saw. And the charts don’t

reflect the kind of subtle personal growth
this reporter is able to measure against

years of seeing Bresh perform in all kinds of

situations. This time a touch of humility

peeked through from somewhere inside.

That did it for me.
The audience kept him for encores. But if

Bresh didn't have a bandstand handy, he'd

be down by the river somewhere making a

lot of people happy with his guitar and his

voice and his easy, knowing wit. After years
of chopping wood I think Tom has finally

come of age. How else could I explain the

fact that watching him now is like watching
him for the first time? It’s like he’s diving

into show business at the ripe old age of 27.

Only this time I think he's got his center of

gravity about him.

Karen Stanton is easily one of the foxiest

female country singers in the business. No
doubt, many male members of her

audience are too distracted by the blonde

beauty's physical assets to pay due atten-

tion to her fine voice and powerful delivery.

Ms. tanton and two blonde female cohorts

come on like a vanilla Ike and Tina Turner

Review on such rockers as “I Can Help," “T-

R-O-U-B-L-E,” and “Get Ready."

Columbia Eyes # 1 Spot
In Black Music Industry

by Jess Levitt

LOS ANGELES — LeBaron Taylor, vice

president of special markets for Columbia
Records based in New York, visited the

Cash Box Los Angeles' offices last week to

discuss Columbia’s thrust into the R&B
marketplace this past year. The recent

signings of Johnnie Taylor, Tyrone Davis,

B.T. Express, Miracles, Jackson Family,

etc., to the CBS family has made it a force to

be reckoned with in the R&B field.

“We were always strong in the R&B
markets with our custom labels such as

Philadelphia International, Golden Fleece,

and T-Neck, however it was the desire of

the company to beef up our own labels with

R&B acts,” Taylor indicated. “Actually the

campaign began under the presidency of

Irwin Segelstein, and has continued with

Bruce Lundvall and Walter Yetnikoff.

Lundvall has always actively supported and

emphasized the importance of progressive

R&B LP product.

Coming On Strong

Taylor feels much of the success of the

Columbia R&B acts stemsfrom Columbia's

aggressive and professional marketing

techniques. “Besides having top quality

product, your marketing procedures must

be coordinated with the product. The tim-

ing of releasing singles is important. Per-

sonally I like to use the single as a tool to

create excitement for an upcoming LP on a

new or medium selling artist. The single

creates a demand for the LP. For example
in Johnnie Taylor's platinum single "Disco

Lady,” which by the way is still selling, we
followed up the release of the single with

radio and TV spots, magazine and trade

advertising plus good in-store displays.

Columbia manufactures 16 different types

of items for in-store display from posters to

divider cards. We do everything possible to

give our product the best positional display

possible,” Taylor said.

Total Coordination

Taylor also remarked that Columbia con-

sistently tries to coordinate a total package.

“I personally meet with managers of groups

to discuss staging, choreography and
showmanship. Even though we don’t have

the schools that Motown used to have for

groups, we try to make sure that every

group on Columbia is very professional. We
are interested in artists and building artists

to their unlimited potential.

“You can’t have hit records without good
promotion,” Taylor commented, “and we
want people to know that Columbia isn’t a

company of old promotion men. Our peo-

ple receive specialized training in promo-
tion, marketing and other specialties. Five

times a year we have seminars for them in

management and other aspects of the total

business picture. At these seminars we
discuss and review trends and marketing

procedures.”

Taylor also said he sees black radio mov-
ing in a more progressive direction. “Right

now a lot of black stations are doing this,

however they don't have the power to ex-

pand their audiences and ratings. It’s hap-

pening more on the east coast than the west

coast because blacks are in more concen-
trated areas.”

Taylor stated, “There are 55 black acts

under the CBS banner and what we hope to

accomplish in the near future is to

strengthen our middle acts into big sellers

that completely dominate black music.”

Jimmy Rabbitt, Rebel DJ
Forges New Musical Career

“Yesterday Just Passed My Way Again” — Don Everly, one-half of the legendary country-

rock duet of the late fifties and sixties, the Everly Brothers, has made a full cycle in his

career and has returned to Nashville and his roots in country music.

Don’s first influence was his father, Ike Everly, who taught him to play the guitar and sing.

His career began at the age of seven with his own radio show, “The Little Donny Show” on
KMA in Shenandoah, Iowa. Several years later Don's mother, Margaret, and brother, Phil,

joined Ike and Don for “The Everly Family Show." In 1954, they quit radio while in Knoxville

and moved to Nashville where Ike's friend, Chet Atkins, signed Don as a songwriter to

Athens Music. During this time, Don had songs recorded by Kitty Wells, Anita Carter and
Justin Tubb. In 1956, through their friendship with Chet Atkins and Hal Smith, Phil and Don,

“The Everly Brothers,” were introduced to Wesley Rose and Don was signed to an ex-

clusive songwriter contract with Acuff-Rose Publications, Inc.

Their next step was a recording contract with Cadence Records, and their success
began with the first single of “Bye Bye Love."

On May 27, 1 957, Don and Phil became members of the Grand Ole Opry. They were the

first members of the Opry to have a number one single on the country charts, pop charts

and the rhythm & blues charts, and one of the first to use drums on the Opry. Don was one
of the first members of the Country Music Association and still carries his original number
1 1 . The category of top performing duos started in the trades due to the Everly Brothers.

In 1961, they signed the first million-dollar contract with Warner Brothers Records and
became that company's first venture into contemporary country.

During Don's career he has traveled the world numerous times over on personal ap-

pearance tours and in 1971, made the decision to quit as an Everly Brother and pursue a

solo career. In 1974, he returned to Nashville and renewed his relationship with Wesley
Rose and resigned with Acuff-Rose Publications. This being 1976, he is celebrating his

32nd year in the music business with a single record, “Yesterday Just Passed My Way
Again," on Hickory Records, produced by Wesley Rose.

“We could have
done it one week,” Rabbitt says. “It sur-

prised Waylon — he wanted to quit after we
cut the nine, ’cause he said we were doing
something right ... I know we didn't spend
a lot of Capitol’s money.”

Debut LP
The Renegade band, plus several

guests, was featured on the LP, rather than
studio musicians. The album includes
many of the songs from the group's live

repertoire, which leans heavily toward
rockabilly, but also includes more straight

country material. “Ladies Love Outlaws," a

Lee Clayton tune done several years ago by
Waylon Jennings, is the first single taken
from the LP, and has surprised Rabbitt by
receiving traditional country airplay.

Future Plans
Although he has been a disk jockey most

of his adult life, Rabbitt has little desire to

return to that as a way of making a living. “I

really have no desire to be on the radio, not
here anyway, because they won’t let me
play what I like here. Dallas is different,

there’s a station there, KFM, and KOKE in

Austin, but they pay a dollar and whatever
an hour. I couldn’t get by on that.” It seems
unlikely that he will have to, since Rabbitt
seems to be a promising talent in modern
country music. When asked about his

future ambitions, he said, “I’d just like to be
able to sing my songs every now and then
and make some money at it, and make
enough money so I can go back to Texas
and work in the sort of radio station I

couldn’t afford to work on if I wasn’t doing
something else."

The mechanical royalty, “the most con-
1 troversial issue of the 1909 copyright act,”

according to the Copyright Office, was the

congressional solution to 3 potential

monopoly problem at the time. The 1909

J

royalty was the first compulsory license in

|

the world, setting a precedent for future

[

license policy.

License Unnecessary

By 1961 the Copyright Office felt the

compulsory license was unnecessary, and

suggested its elimination. But, as it later

noted in its 1965 report, “there seemed to

be a feeling that people in the industry

generally would rather bear those ills they

have than fly to others that they know not

of," and the idea of abolishing the

mechanical was bagged.

Publishers and composers were asking

|

for a 2V2 <t floor from which to negotiate, with

a 4<t ceiling. The argued that 2<t in 1909

does not equal 2<t in 1976. With a larger

pool of writers and composers contributing

to a greatly expanded market, and with in-

flation eroding the gains they have made,

the 2(t ceiling is no longer fair.

25% Increase

But a half cent equals a 25% increase,

noted the record companies. “What is at

issue is not a ‘mere penny’ increase,” John

Glover told the House Judiciary Subcom-
mittee in presenting his RIAA survey, “but a

transfer of a major amount of money from

one industry to another.”

The recording industry claimed that the

increased volume of sales, and the in-

creased number of songs per record —
thanks to technological advances under-

written by the recording companies — have

not only doubled publisher/composer in-

come in the past ten years, but opened up

new avenues of income. Increased manu-
facturing and labor costs are eating away at

company profits, they argued particularly

the increase in the cost of PVC. “Why
should the publishers get an increase

because of the increase in the cost of raw

materials?” asked one RIAA spokesman.
« Argument Support

In support of their arguments, both the

publishers and composers, the recording

j

industry aimed a barrage of statistics,

|

charts, and data at the Congress. The
problem with the plethora of data was not

arithmetic. The real question was which

figures do you start with?

Dr. John Glover of the Cambridge
Research Institute, reporting for the RIAA,

based his figures on a survey of major

|

recording companies. The detailed
questionnaire was distributed to a number
of companies who wrote in their costs,

profits, and loss figures.

“The profitability figures are based on an

|

RIAA survey,” said a publishing
spokesman. "I leave it at that."

INot For Sale

“I don’t think he’s for sale,” said the RIAA
spokesman defending Dr. Glover’s report.

But the integrity of the Harvard Business

j

School professor is not what was on the

|

line. What could be, charged the publishers

and composers, was the fact that recording

i

companies with a stake in keeping the

mechanicals down supplied Glover with all

|

his information, including estimates on
royalties paid out.

“Who else is going to pay for a survey?”
asked the RIAA representative. “I think it’s

I really unfair of them to say this when they

|

won’t give any data.”

The publishers and composers have
thus far declined to provide actual data as

to their receipts and losses. This refusal to

give Congress necessary information,

while shooting down the only other infor-

mation available, was seen as one of the

weakest links in the argument that they

need more money.
Meaningless Data

With over 16,000 music publishers,

“lumping together (their financial data)

would be even more meaningless than the

RIAA survey,” according to NMPA’s
Leonard Feist. “To make a survey of the in-

finite variety of music publishers would not

prove anything,” he claimed.

Not so, however, according to the 1969

Congressional Research Service survey

conducted by Edward Knight. The Knight

report concluded: “The Congress should

require disclosure of the financial records

of all music published and recording firms

which will be directly affected by proposed

changes in the mechanical royalty rate ceil-

ing. This includes not only independent

firms but divisions and subsidiaries of

multi-market companies as well.”

Misleading Facts

Requiring the parties involved in

mechanical royalties to supply Congress
with information may not be that helpful,

though, if misleading and confusing “facts”

continue to be the main course in special

interest service. Neither the record com-
panies nor the authors and publishers were
completely candid. “The statistics are all

argumentative and self-serving,” feels

copyright register Barbara Ringer. “It's very

biased on both sides.”

For example, the NMPA and AGA
presented a series of calculations based on

the increase in the list price of records, a

figure of dubious, if any, value. While list

price has nearly doubled over the past ten

years, the actual cost of a record to the con-

sumer, according to the Bureau of Labor

Statistics, has increased only 11 percent,

from $4.26 to $4.74. That's an increase less

than the rate of inflation, and less than the

increase in mechanical royalties, said the

record companies.
On the other side, in exhibits 5-A, 5-B, 5-

C, 8, and 9 of the RIAA survey, Dr. Glover

consistently emphasized the disparity be-

tween the gross income on mechanical

royalties — including estimated royalties

from foreign manufacturers and sales —
and the net profit of recording companies
before and after taxes. It was a bit like com-
paring $79.3 million gross worth of apples

with $55.5 million net worth of oranges
without taking into consideration any of the

differences in apple and orange cultivation.

Not Relevant

All the dollars and cents information may
not even be the point, however, according

to the NMPA. “Profitability is not relevant,"

said Feist. “It should not be an issue in

determining the ceiling rate in which
bargaining can occur.”

The current statutory rate of 2<t is only a

ceiling, not a rate, said the authors and
publishers. Publisher figures put the

average mechanical paid out at 1.6C per

song, down 34% in purchasing power from
ten years ago.

But 99% of the royalties paid out are at 2<t

or a “standard deviation therefrom,” ac-

cording to the RIAA. The deviations are for

songs longer than five minutes, and for

songs negotiated for budget, club, or block

deals for secondary markets. “Before we
had record clubs we didn’t sell as many
records," said the RIAA rep, pointing out

that the deviations had benefited the

publishers and composers.
“Two cents is “inordinantly low,” claimed

Feist. “It doesn't provide room for

negotiated bargaining.” Feist felt the

marketplace should be allowed to find its

own level for negotiations.

Record companies feared that, as their

statistics indicate, the ceiling in fact

becomes a rate. With a 4p ceiling the

mechanicals would double overnight, they

felt.

Indisputable Facts

Despite the conflicting testimony, a few

facts appear indisputable:
* record saies are up;
* mechanical royalty income has grown,

doubled in ten years;
* The cost of raw materials and labor

has increased for record manufacturers;
* publisher/composer income as a per-

centage of record price has declined over

the past ten years;
* sources of income for

publishers/composers have increased

since 1909;
* despite ups and downs of recession,

and the loss of some markets, record com-
panies have expanded and increased

profits; and
* inflation has gnawed at everyone’s

profits, both record companies and
publishers/composers.

Inflation Erosion

Inflation’s erosion has been one of the

most persuasive arguments the publishers

and composers have provided. If the House
of Representatives thought 2 1

/2<t was fair in

1967, they should increase itto remain con-

sistent with their earlier action. “Everything

has increased,” argued AGAC’s Lew
Bachman. “Everything except the

mechanical royalty."

“We cannot agree that the factor of infla-

tion, taken alone, is automatically sufficient

to justify an increase," reported the Copy-
right Office to the House. “But we equally

cannot agree that inflation of the sort we
have seen in recent years can be discount-

ed entirely," the report added. “Inflation is

real for individual human songwriters,”

noted Barbara Ringer.

But primary victims of inflation, the Con-
sumer Federation of America and two un-

ions. AFM and AFTRA, didn’t buy the infla-

tion argument. “We are concerned that an

increase in the royalty rate would result in

an increase in the consumer price of

recordings," wrote CFA president Carol

Tucker Foreman, “without an adequate
showing on the part of the composers and

publishers that they need or are entitled to

such an increase.”

Handsomely Improved
In a letter to the House Subcommittee,

AFM presidentHal Davis concurred, saying

AFM “opposition is premised on the in-

disputable fact that such income has been
handsomely improved throughout the

years " Davis’ fear was that additional costs

would depress record production, sales,

and union bargaining clout.

Coincidence or not, wondered AGAC,
that contract negotiations were just com-
pleted giving raises to recording musicians.

The record companies were hitting hard

with their threat of increased consumer
prices. “At the consumer level is where the

brunt of the statutory rate increase would

be most widely felt," said Glover in his

report to Congress. His figures threaten a

$100 million price increase to consumers.
The penny royalty increase, said RIAA’s

Gortikov at last fall’s hearings, “will impose
harsh burdens on small fledgling record

companies. It could further discourage the

already risky business of recording
classics, jazz, and experimental music.”

Absorb Increase
The record companies can absorb the

increase, if there is one, without jacking up
prices down the line, rebutted the
publishers/composers. They pointed to the

overall growth of record companies over

the last ten years. Despite a few down
years, the general trend is up. First quarter

reports this year generally showed gains,

although a few companies declined. “Their

profits haven’t suffered,” noted Bachman.
“There are a considerable number of glow-

ing reports,” added Feist.

One report less glowing than the rest was

that from the Copyright Office. Copyright

register Barbara Ringer said that the 2’/2<t

adopted by the House in 1967 was “well

thought-out and fair in 1967." But her office

took “no position as to whether it ( 2

V

2 <t )
is

sufficient in 1975 because the copious
testimony and data submitted to the House
subcommittee on September 1 1 ,

1975 is in

sharp conflict and, by itself, does not

provide a sufficient basis for a definite

conclusion."

The Judiciary subcomittee’s 2 3
4<t deci-

sion on the mechanical royalty issue won’t

be the last word, either. All sides will have

ample time to lobby the full Judiciary Com-
mittee, as well as the rest of the House,

before the bill is considered.

Even when it is law, in 1980 the Copyright

Royalty Tribunal will be able to review and
recommend changes in the royalty rates.

Said the copyright register, “The
publishers and composers will have the op-

portunity to present their case to the Copy-
right Royalty Tribunal, an expert body
qualified to review the economic evidence

in detail.” Armed with subpoena power to

obtain the “testimony of witnesses and the

production of documents,” the tribunal

may be able to get some information

denied the House Subcommittee on
Courts, Civil Liberties and the Administra-

tion of Justice.

year, which would represent a jump of 15.5% over last year’s figure. In 1975, TV advertising

spending rose 9.8% from 1974 to $5.32 billion, more in line with the trend of the past few

years which saw increases of 9% to 11% annually.

Bicentennial promotions and the Olympics are primarily responsible for this year's ex-

traordinary expenditure forecast. Still, the continued growth rate reflects a rapidly ac-

celerating demand for a finite supply of advertising time. There is a shortage scenario that

has developed and from this several trends have emerged.
Advertisers are making commitments earlier than usual and for longer periods of time

than in past years. In addition, television stations and group broadcasters are reaping sub-
stantial benefit from the spillover of demand that networks haven’t absorbed or can't

satisfy. The end result is the existence of a seller's market for the broadcasting companies
that is expected to continue through next year. In 1977, preliminary estimates call for a

9.6% rise in spending to $6.75 billion.

creating moral depravity in our nation’s

young. Is this to be a repeat of the 30s? Or
will the manufacturers, operators and dis-

tributors finally stand up and be counted?
I pledged my time and energy to making

a thorough study of the history of the pinball

industry, and am ready to fight tooth and
nail with anyone who would make disparag-
ing remarks about the integrity and value of

the people involved in this industry. Will

anyone else take up the crusade? Or will

heads be turned away from the issues? It is

time finally to take a stand for what is right.

The pinball profession is a noble endeavor
and yet many walk in shadows, hoping that

storms will pass. But a critical impasse is

about to occur.

Pinball legalization is news. Sen-
sationalized journalism makes it a political

football for those who view it as a stepping
stone to higher office. It is these select few
who noblv speak about the destruction of

adolescent values, the inclination to gam
bling and the waste of much needed lunch

money. In addition the echoes tell of Mafia
horror stories and protection money, un-

savory elements in society preying on the

weakness of the young.

These are the attributes given to pinball

machines! Face up to the fact that the dark
ages are over, there is no room to hide! If I

have misjudged the strength and compas-
sion of the many people I have met in my
travels then nothing will be done to fight the

injustice. I believe in the worth of the pinball

industry and that it is entitled to a fair shake
and a rightful place in society.

The New York situation poses a prob-
lem that could dangerously set a precedent
for the rest of the country if matters aren’t

nipped in the bud. To come so close to what
we all want and to see the possibility of hav-
ing it slip away would mean irrevocable

harm to the image of the industry as it starts

in this third century of America.

Does anyone have anything to hide? Are
there skeletons in closets long locked and
kept under wraps? Or are there decent and
hard working men and women who chose
this business because they loved it? Does
the world know the man behind the
machine, or is he a compilation of in-

uendos and slurs?

My book will tell the story of what I found
and will serve to educate and inform people
all over the world about this grossly misun-
derstood industry. But can one man do it

alone. Support me and you support your-

selves. Take action to fight the wrongs that

are being uttered around this nation, before
you fall victim to your own naivete and inac-

tion.

Send letters to councilmen and
legislators in cities, counties and states

where pinball machines are not getting a
fair appraisal. Begin the attack with New
York, the cultural center of the world, where
for over 40 years pinballs have been held in

contempt and scornfully ridiculed. A com-
bined effort is needed. A show of strength
for people who want to clear their name and

This is no idle plea. All of us should be
fighting until the last prejudicial view has
fallen. New York may indeed pass and ratify

the entry of pinball machines once again,

even if none of you do anything. But why go
in the back door? Why should anyone be
