The conventions seem to have breathed an indomitable spark of life and unity

into diverse personnel and molded them together like no other phenomenon.

Obviously, every company can’t be number one, but each has emerged with the

belief it could be. That’s the point. If conventions serve no other purpose but to

bring people together and allow them to reach a common understanding of

purpose then they are beneficial to the most exciting segment of the entertainment

industry. There's nothing like them for starting the juices to flow and one can only

hope that they will flow long, strong and profitably.

SAN FRANCISCO — Citing the best 6committee on Courts, Civil Liberties and
the Administration of Justice tentatively

finished its work on the copyright revision

bill last week despite delays caused by can-

celled sessions and last minute amend-
ments. The bill, which completely
overhauls the current (1909) copyright law,

must now be adopted by the full Judiciary

Committee before it goes to the floor of the

House.
Eleventh Hour Amendment

The subcommittee rejected an eleventh-

hour amendment to exempt jukeboxes
from royalty rate review. Jukebox owners
will be paying an $8 per box royalty fee each
year for the first time when the new law

passes. Not optimistic about getting the

break which could have forestalled poten-

tial rate hikes, a Washington jukebox
spokesman said he was not surprised the

amendment was defeated.

Said Rep. George Danielson (D-Cal),

sponsor of the jukebox exemption, “Their

industry is sort of on the rocks.” He ad-

ded, “They're having problems even now.”

“I appreciate why the amendment is of-

fered," replied chairman Robert Kasten-

meier (D-Wis). “The jukebox industry has

fallen on hard times."

First Proposed
Despite sympathy, the chairman pointed

out that the $8 rate had not been raised

since it was first proposed in a 1967
copyright revision bill. Kastenmeier felt the

newly-established Copyright Royalty Com-
mission, responsible for reviewing royalties

written into the law, would consider
economic factors during their reviews. “I

would think that the state of the industry

would be a factor in their review of the

rates,” said the chairman. "We have to trust

that the various parties will get fair shakes."

Although the subcommittee voted down
Danielson’s jukebox amendment, it did

adopt a fallback amendment. The new
compromise Danielson amendment re-

quires the Copyright Royalty Commission
to consider only those economic factors ex-

isting after the date of enactment of the bill.

Agreeing that the bill should not be retroac-

tive, and that the amendment would aid not

only jukeboxers, but everyone paying out

royalties, subcommittee members adopted
the limitation.

Complex Revisons

Jukebox owners were not the only ones
hoping for a break in the revision bill. Dur-

ing the seven-month mark-up of the

numerous and complex provisions of the

83-page bill, a variety of special interests

clashed. The issue: millions of dollars in

new and higher royalties.

High First Half Sales
Reported By Atlantic
NEW YORK — Atlantic Records' first half-

year sales period has been one of the best

in the company's history, according to label

president Jerry Greenberg. The report at-

tributes sales magnitude to platinum
albums by the Rolling Stones, Led Zeppelin

and the Bee Gees, which led to a mid-

quarter announcement of April ranking as

the second greatest sales month in Atlantic

history. This report follows the reported

most successful quarter in the history of

Warner Communications Inc.'s rec-

ords/music divison, which includes Atlan-

tic’s parent corporation, WEA, which also

handles distribution for Elektra/Asylum

and Warner Bros. Records.

Other factors in the half-year success
reported by Atlantic include RIAA certified

gold records by Hot Chocolate, Bad Com-
pany, Black Oak Arkansas and Aretha

Franklin, all backed by summer sales cam-
paigns along with other artists’ releases.

Under the revision bill, passed 97-0 by
the Senate last February, jukeboxers, cable

TV owners, and public TV stations will be
paying royalties for music and other
copyrighted works for the first time. The es-

ti mated $3.5 million royalties from
jukeboxes will go entirely to music com-
posers.
The estimated $8.5 million cable

royalties, however, will have to be divided

among a variety of groups: broadcasters,

music copyright owners, independent
sports promoters. The Copyright Royalty

Commission will have responsibility for

dividing up the jukebox and cable TV
royalty pies among the various claimants.

Compulsory License
Public broadcasters will pay royalties for

musical and graphic works as well under a

compulsory license. If the broadcasters
cannot voluntarily negotiate royalty rates,

the Royalty Commission will arbitrate

binding compulsory rates. The House sub-
committee reversed the Senate bill when it

knocked literary works out of the com-
pulsory rate plan. Public broadcasters, un-

happy about paying any royalties, were dis-

pleased they lost literary works to free

market negotiation.

Korvettes and Sam Goody, Inc, the

area’s two largest record retailers, are no

longer watching from the sidelines: they are

both active participants now, with the ap-

pearance of advertisements in this week’s

daily newspapers offering selected recent

releases (all $6.98 list) at prices far below
those that either has traditionally charged.

In some cases, these prices dipped below
the wholesale cost.

Sunday New York Times Ads
In the July 25 edition of the Sunday New

York Times, Sam Goody displayed in a por-

tion of its full-page ad a section labelled

“Picks of the Week.” This consisted of 10

LP’s (Steely Dan’s “Royal Scam,” "Ole

ELO,” Jefferson Starship’s “Spitfire,” An-

drea True Connections’s “More, More,

Korvettes Sale At $2.99

new feature, Korvettes advertised five LPs

$2.99 each. They were listed in-

conspicuously in one corner of a full-page

display, under the title “Super Specials.”

month sales and earnings performance in

the company’s 75 year history, RCA
Records president Ken Glancy formally

welcomed approximately 500 delegates to

the RCA Records convention. In welcoming
them, he urged them to “regard these four

days here as a celebration.”

He noted that “the business has come a

long way since the early days, but then and
now we’re in the business of selling music
and artists. And our commitment is as

strong now as at any time in the past.”

Glancy traced the history of RCA
Records, noting it goes back a full 75 years,

to October 3, 1901, with thefounding of the
Victor Talking Machine Company. Their
new invention, the talking machine, “soun-
ded like a parrot with a sore throat, yet was
a new art form.” Victor, founded by
Eldridge Johnson, a machine shop
operator, and Emil Berliner, a scientist and
inventor who invented the microphone, first

came to fame in mid 1902 when Enrico
Caruso recorded 10 sides (“all in onetake")
for the Victor Co. “Caruso’s artistry built the

Victor Company,” recalled Glancy. “The
success of Caruso made it possible for Vic-

No Comment’
Dave Rothfeld, vice president and

divisonal merchandise manager for Kor-

vettes, refused to comment on this recent

development. “We are not at liberty to

discuss strategies of prices; I have nothing

to say.”

Industry sources agree that the chain

cannot be making money at the $3.44 price,

and are certainly losing money selling

records at $2.99, since this is below
wholesale cost (what Korvettes pays the

manufacturer for the records). It is believed

that the reason for the low visibility of the

$2.99 specials was so as not to excessively

anger the record manufacturers.

This contention was corroborated by

Levy. “The manufacturers don’t like the

price war because it’s killing the rack jobb-

ing operation, which is 50% of the manufac-
turer's business. Of course, they (manufac-

turers) are selling more records as a result

of the low prices, but they’re afraid that

chain operations, being sqeezed as a result

of the rack jobbers’ inability to compete
with these prices, will throw up their hands
and get out of the record business, and turn

to more profitable ventures.”

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And In Britain

NEW YORK — As the price war heats up
stateside, record buyers in Britain are

also being treated to slashed LP prices

at the retail level.

According to a recent report in

Melody Maker, the British pop paper,

the discounts range from 18 cents to

$1.26 in American money, and generally

extend only to albums in the top 50, and
often only to the top 5.

The discounters include one-store

operations as well as the biggest

general retail and record retailing

chains. A typical album by a top artist in

Britain costs $5.79. With the top dis-

count it would sell for $4.53. A British

law prevents the sale of any item below

the price paid by the retailer. The prac-

tice of “loss leading" on certain items in

order to get customers into the store is

widely used in America. Melody Maker
reported to have found one shop selling

an LP for more than its list price. Dis-

counting of records is fairly new in

England, mainly because there is a no-

returns policy on records there. All

figures above are based on the value of

the British pound at press time.

When Davis confir-

med the guess, an audible gasp rolled

through the audience.

Davis then explained some behind-the-

scenes working behind the upcoming
Rollers tour and album. "This is a group

that sells 750,000 units in the United

Kingdom on its first release. And, while

retaining the teen image, I felt it was
necessary to go beyond that, to expand the

market. The group is going to play some
dates in Canada, where it is unbelievably

popular, and then come to the United

tance. “But this can’t be done,” he added,
“if a company pursues a course that in-

volves fairly indiscreet artist signing. This

doesn’t do justice to the artists that need
nurturing on labels that make a practice of

this."

With that in mind, Davisexplained that he
doesn’t like to release a single without an
album behind it.

Rock Awards Set ’76 Nominations

LOS ANGELES — The recenttechnological

developments in the field of video elec-

tronics have been heralded by many as the

forerunner of a new industry — one that will

revolutionize the present recording in-

dustry by coupling it to the visual media
through the application of video cassette

tapes and, in the near future, video-discs. Is

it really time for a major realignment of the

present recording format? Though no clear

cut answer has yet surfaced, some steps

have already been taken in this direction.

For example, in what appears to be the

beginning of a trend, several major arenas

across the United States have installed

large-screen video equipment for use with

all of their various events — sports,

business and, of course, music (see Cash
Box, Jan. 17, 1976). This in itself opens new
doors to the performing artist.

Selling By Seeing

Various video techniques have also been
utilized in selling products at the retail level.

In the record industry, a unit called The
Musicom was developed by Visual Systems
Corporation to enhance record sales and
help artists develop a commercial identity.

The unit consists of a small console with a

self-contained video screen, several sets of

headphones and bins which house about

30 albums. The Musicom was recently in-

corporated into a marketing program by

20th Century Records (see Cash Box, Jan.

24, 1976), but according to Russ Regan,

president of the label, the unit was not as ef-

fective as he had hoped. Said Regan, “This

type of display, which combines video and
audio, can be as effective as a promotional

device — but only if the artist is already es-

tablished and you’re pushing aproductthat

is, therefore, already in demand. It just

doesn’t seem to be very effective in break-

ing the unknown artist at this stage of the

game."
Will 20th utilize this type of point-of-

purchase promotion in the future? “That’s a

qualified ‘no’,” answered Regan, “We aren't

planning any employment of this type of

sales tool at the present, but I do believe

very strongly in the potential of video in this

industry — the introduction of software

(video-discs) is the key.”

No Backing, High Maintenance

Primary Drawbacks

Jim Hackett, president of Visual Systems
Corporation, expressed a similar feeling

when he told Cash Box, "The Musicom was
a prototype — strictly experimental, and for

now, at least, we've scrapped the idea.”

Hackett noted that the main problem with

the system is that to be effective it must be
employed on a large scale, that is, an entire

market must be blanketed with the units —
and Hackett's company is just too small to

produce enough of them without a financial

commitment from a record company to

cover the inittial expense. "Furthermore,”
Hackett elaborated, “the initial expense of a
single unit is not prohibitive, it’s the main-
tenance that’s the killer. The units require

constant attention, particularly for clean-
ing, and trained video personnel are a rarity

Video — Monitoring

An Artist’s Career
Video systems are presently being

utilized for artist development within the

music industry. Girard Landry, president of

Landry Video Systems, is currently working

in conjunction with Studio Instrument Ren-

tals (S.I.R.) in the production of video

cassettes of the many artists that rehearse

their shows at S.I.R. Landry itemized the

benefits of video to the recording artist at

every level of his career: “The aspiring

recording artist can make a black and white

video of himself for $35 an hour at this time.

Such a tape can then be distributed to the

A&R departments of all the major record

companies, making the procedure of

landing a contract much less painful and
time consuming. It is no longer necessary

to pry an A&R man away from his duties to

catch a show — he can see it in the privacy

of his own office.”

According to Landry, this is just the

beginning. “The newly signed act can now
go into the rehearsal studio and improve
upon his showmanship and stage presence
by video taping his show and reviewing the

performance, much the same way a foot-

ball coach requires his team to review a

game and scrutinize its good plays as well

as its mistakes. A first-rate color video

NEW YORK — The National Association of

Recording Merchandisers (NARM) has

issued an analysis of the pop/contem-
porary music buyer as part of its expanded
Consumer Research Study of the Growing
Adult Market. The national survey of 25-45

year old adults, from which the report was
derived, indicated that pop/contemporary
music was the type most preferred by all

respondents (hard rock was included in

this category).

According to the study, 44% of all men in-

terviewed stated a primary preference for

pop/contemporary music; this was more
than twice the corresponding figure for

women. The correlation heightened with

the inclusion of an age variable; the

younger the buyer, the more likely he was to

be included in this category. Fifty-five per-

cent of the 25-29 year olds indicated affir-

matively; conversely, only 1 3% of the 40-45

year olds did so. Men who had attended

college but did not graduate formed the

single largest sub-classification in this

study registering 63% of its total mem-
bership. As a result of this data, a profile of

the typical pop/contemporary music buyer,

as constructed from the NARM study is as

follows: a male, college educated (no

degree) adult, between the ages of 25 and

NEW YORK — Eric Carmen is one of a few

current artists who have achieved pop-

ularity among AM, FM and MOR audi-

ences.

Males accounted for the greatest per

capita purchases of LPs, 8.6 as opposed to

4.1 for women. But women topped both

other item categories: 6.4 to 5.8 for tapes,

and a substantial 8.2 to 4.2 for singles.

Tapes and singles purchases scored
highest with respondents who had no more
education than some high school (10.2 for

tapes and 9.8 for singles) while LPs
registered best with those who had some
college (9.1). In each case, the second
highest total was significantly lower than

the front runner’s listed figure. For exam-
ple, those who completed high school

you can't sit down and decide you're going

to hit one market to the exclusion of

another, because if you do you're going to

destroy yourself, the producer and the rec-

ord company. You go out for the broadest

audience you can hit. You try to make the

best records you can. I think the various

markets are all starting to fuse together

anyway.”

as possible in ail aspects of the business.

Through trial and error, and thirty years in

the record business, I have learned that we
cannot be all things to all people no matter

how hard we try.

ABC Records “Returns Award Perfor-

mance Program” is designed toward a

specific problem and is not, and was never
intended, to answer all record industry

problems. It certainly was not designed to

insult anyone’s intelligence and if you inter-

pret it that way then I apologize. The
program was put together as a step toward
returns control at our level and our
customers’ level. The RAPP program is a

program that an account can participate in

or not. We make no demands for any
customer to change his buying or return

policies. We do say there is a savings if he

does. As to whether he wants to participate,

it is entirely up to him.

As far as our sales force is concerned,
they are paid on a// net sales. Consequen-
tly, under the RAPP program if returns are

reduced they immediatefy benefit. In addi-

tion, seventy-five percent of the salesman’s
annual income is salary and only twenty-

five percent is earned by commission sales.

We want maximum exposure of our new as

well as our known artists from all accounts.

We ask our salesmen to get us representa-

tion on ail product possible. We profit from

the sales, not the returns.

Bill, I can’t answer for the past as far as
ABC Records is concerned, only the pre-

sent. If you are having any serious
problems with us regarding return
authorizations or advertising, I would like

for you to contact Skip Byrd or myself im-

mediately.

Thank you for your letter of July 7, 1 976 in

response to my letter of June 30, 1976 con-
cerning your RAPP program and the
primary causes of returns.

While I appreciated your letter, I was very
disappointed inasmuch as it circumvented
the basic issues that 1 attempted to ad-
dress, and you simply defended your RAPP
program.

The prime issue in my letter was not with

your program per se. In fact I stated, and I

quote, “Obviously- your intentions are well

meant,” unquote. Then I went on to say, and
I quote again, “However, your RAPP
program does not in any manner get to the

heart of what causes returns. Get off your
quota systems, or at least bring them into

realistic focus so that they are really just a
sampling of distribution. Remove the
penalties you place on your sales force

when your product is unwanted by the con-
sumer,” unquote.

I do take issue with some of the
mechanics of your RAPP program. You
point out in your reply that you (ABC) make
no demands for any customer to change his

buying or return policies, and that an ac-

count can participate or not. Well, I should
continued on pg.

NEW YORK — A small ad appeared in the July 23 issues of the 3 New York daily papers
which featured a photo of Peter Frampton and bore the legend “Frampton — Call Me,”
followed by a phone number. After 46,885 calls to the taped message by Frampton, during
which he announced his first New York area appearances since the release of his platinum-
certified album, both Madison Square Garden appearances sold out within a day after
tickets went on sale. A third show has since been added.

Airplanes And Stickers Used
The ad was also carried by approximately a dozen area publications in the following

week, in addition to airplanes which trailed the message and number over shore areas and
Call Me stickers which were distributed widely. However, no prior announcement was
made of the shows, and the only direct way to learn about their occurence, the dates, loca-
tion and ticket outlets was to call the number in the ad.

According to Vince Mauro of Bandana Enterprises, Ltd. the management company
headed by Frampton s manager Dee Anthony, the idea arose during a planning session
with Frank Barsalona, head of Premier Talent. They wanted to announce the concerts in a
“different” way. Finally, said Mauro, he came up with the idea o! adapting the “dial-a-joke,
dial-a-prayer idea.” The phone company reported that there had been approximately 69,-
262 calls as of July 27 (it takes them several days to count the calls). As of press time, a Ban-
dana spokesman said that the third show was “within hours of selling out.”

Chet Atkins, one of the

deans of country music and an RCA
mainstay for over two decades, looked on

with what seemed to be considerable pride

as Jennings delivered his professional,

fast-paced show. Though accompanied by

a supporting cast of fine musicians, Jen-

nings stood out as an undeniable star.

When his wife Jessi Colter joined him for a

rendition of “Suspicious Minds,” she was
given a rousing ovation that combined
respect with awe.

Coordination Pays Oft

Thursday night’s entertainment (29),

which featured D.J. Rogers, The Tymes,
Rhythm and comedian/MC David Banks,

underscored RCA's commitment to the

development of new talent. Rogers is a

good case in point. A year ago, the jour-

neyman singer was still working in relative

anonymity though he had built a respec-

table following through a string of suc-

cessful personal appearances. When RCA
signed him, the label undertook the

responsibility of marketing, merchandising

and promoting Rogers to properly expose
him to a mass market. The acceptance of

his single “Say You Love Me” and the sub-

sequent sales of his debut RCA LP are in-

dications that RCA lived up to its commit-
ment. Rogers’ show Thursday night was ad-

ded proof that a concerted effort pays divi-

dends. With the poise of a champion who
has worked long and hard to achieve his

rewards, Rogers controlled the stage with

what appeared to be total confidence. Cer-

tainly total confidence was radiated by

RCA’s key executives and field staff when
the company undertook the task of break-

ing him, and Thursday's show seemed to

bring these efforts together.

Breaking new acts involves the total

coordination of artist, management,
agency representation and, of course, the

record company and that coordination

again was evident, if indirectly, during the

performances of The Tymes and Rhythm.
RCA's Bob Harrington had commented in-

formally Wednesday that “.
. . you're only

as good as your next record," and the

second day of meetings at the RCA conven-
tion here, RCA vice president of marketing
Jack Kiernan re-emphasized RCA’s com-
mitment to breaking and establishing new
artists, and noted that in the last year RCA

Tymes, veteran hitmakers of the sixties,

seemed cognizant of that axiom. The
group’s show was well staged,
professionally paced and geared to a wide
audience. Rhythm also displayed a feel for

multi-level performance and the under-
current of coordination was ever-present

throughout the evening.

Grand Finale

Friday evening's grand finale presented
another side of RCA's roster of new talent.

The previous evening had been geared to

R&B potential, but Friday's show was

has been breaking artists at the rate of one
every six weeks.

In introducing the second panel of

speakers, Mario DeFilippo, director of

sales, wanted to “reflect on some of the

points Ken Glancy made yesterday. We’re
on our way to having the best sales and
profit year in our 75 year history. But none

This particular panel included represen-

tatives from the one stop, rack jobbing and
retail sides of the business. In leading off

his address, Brad Oseroff, head of Mobile

One Stop in Pittsburgh, noted that “prior to

the advent of the one stop concept, all

customers bought their records from each
individual distributor. At that time we had 7

independent distributors and 4 majors in

Pittsburgh," noting that a retailer or

jukebox operator had to visit all of the dif-

ferent distributors for his product. Hence
the advent of the “one stop” distributor,

who carried all of the different products

from all of the different distributors.

Business is Antiquated
Oseroff’s record buyer Harvey Campbell

declared that “the record business is anti-

quated in its thoughts. It relies too much on

radio and kowtows to radio.” To applause
from the audience, he exclaimed, “I think

continued on pg.

Four Branches
Get Awards

‘Building Artists’

Citing the theme of the convention,

building new artists, John Rosica, vice

president of promotion, explained that

“building new artists means using resource
people and we have some for you here to-

day.” First was Bill Gavin, publisher of the

Gavin Report, who noted that more new ar-

tists appeared in Gavin'stop 100 of theyear
in 1974 and 1975, reversing a recent trend.

In 1965, for example, 28 new artists ap-

peared on hits top 100 of theyear, 28 also in

1968, down to 23 in 1972, and down to a low

of 16 in 1973. In 1974, however, 22 new ar-

tists appeared and in 1 975 the number rose

to 24.

Gavin cautioned that “the attitude that

you as record company people have
toward new artists is different from the at-

titude of radio. As far as radio program-
mers are concerned, whether the artist is

new or established doesn't matter, as long

as the record pleases the audience. But to

you it’s vital. Yet he felt that “you’re having a

lot more exposure of new artists than there

used to be.”

Also appearing on the panel was Janet

Gavin, editor of the Gavin report, who han-

dles the country section of the newsletter.

She’s noticed “a pickup on the introduction

of new artists, and the artists have more
longevity once they make it. There’ve been

that radio owes the record industry a lot

more than we're getting.” He advised the in-

dustry that “you can sell as much product
as you can expose.”

Racks Do The Tonnage
Dan Heilicher, vice president of Heilicher

Brothers and board chairman of NARM,
took a look at "where the industry is, was
and where it’s going, and what we can do to

improve it.” He added that he was
specifically speaking for the rack jobbers,

who he said “are doing 60% of the record

industry's volume, although the figure

could be 10-15% either way,” alluding to a

Cash Box article quoting two key industry

executives who said the rack jobber share

of the business is down to only 40%. Non-
etheless, he observed “the rack jobbers are

where the manufacturer gets his tonnage.

In the discount stores and department
stores where the consumer shops, a record

purchased there is an impulse item. It's out

there and that's where the consumer picks

it up.”

Historically, rack jobbers came about for

the same reasons as one stops. “You had 7

to 10 distributors calling on the shops, and
department stores and discount stores did

not have the ability to listen to 7-10
salesmen, and did not know what to buy.

They had to find another source.” Hence
the rack jobber.

Racks will always have a place in the

business; "there will always be that

customer who shops at the department
store and discount center who won’t shop
anywhere else. And the industry doesn't

want that to disappear.” Heilicher noted

that the theme of the convention was break-

ing new artists, and that J.L. Marsh "was in-

strumental in breaking a number of new ar-

tists. And I contest the statement that rack

jobbers don’t break new records," yet he

agreed that the industry “has lost too many
records because some of the people didn’t

buy it or expose it, and that is a burden on
us as well as you.” He saw the future of the

industry as “great, even though we're losing

a little bit of the teeny bopper group to the

decline in birth rates.” He concluded by

warning that the industry “is going to have

to fight for the leisure time dollar. We're

fighting against cameras, sporting goods,

clothing and liquor. Through our merchan-
dising campaigns we hope to increase the

business to the levels it should be.”

The Superstores

Russ Solomon, who was credited by

DeFilippo with inventing the “super store

concept,” politely declined the honor. “It

wasn’t my idea. It was Sam Goody’s. It was a

commitment on the part of a retailer to have
every record available in stock, because
somebody will want it eventually. “Now,” he

added, “the superstore concept has grown
to include Tom Heinman’s Peaches opera-

tion, Sound Warehouses in Dallas and
Houston and others.”

Solomon, repeating sentiments he’s ex-

pressed in the past, declared “in the late

50’s and early 60’s, a scourge appeared in

the record business, namely the rack job-

ber. And since 1970, when the rack jobbers

have dominated the business, there has

been no growth in the industry, except for

inflation. The result? Thousands of loca-

tions carrying hundreds of titles, instead of

the other way around. And as time went on,

the manufacturers began cutting out more
and more of their catalog.”

Solomon’s answer was to open
superstores, “to pick up on an old concept.

Give the people the music they want at the

right place in an exciting store.” He quoted
some statistics from an average Tower
store to make his point. “The average
Tower store has between $400,000-
$700,000 worth of records. San Francisco

has 32,000 different titles in stock, 215,000

different LP and tape units. They have 6,000

oldie titles and a couple of hundred singles

titles. The commitment is super.”

DERRINGER (Blue Sky/CBS ZS8 2765)

Let Me in (3:27) (Derringer/Screen Gems-Colum-
bia/Summerhill Songs — BMI) (R. Derringer, C. Weil)

Some great rock lines in here, like “I had my taste of

freedom and it tasted pretty bad.” Derringer has aban-

doned any artifice he might once have had, and seems
interested only in getting the point across. This cut

works, and should be played on virtually every FM
progressive outlet. Great guitar playing, as usual.

FIREFALL (Atlantic 3335)

You Are The Woman (2:42) (Stephen Stills — BMI) (R.

Roberts)

This cut, when played on FM progressives, will strike

deep into the listener's heart, because it is already

getting play as an album cut. It’s a terrific pop melody,

and the Burrito-like harmonies are strikingly evident. The
production is clear, the arrangement pleasing. Should

get a lot of AM play as well.

JOHNNY AND EDGAR WINTER (Blue Sky/CBS ZS8
2764)

Let The Good Times Roll (3:14) (Travis/ Atlantic Music—
BMI) (L. Lee)

From the recent live LP, this is a powerful cut teaming

the talents of the two unique brothers from Texas. The
classic is done up in fine style, with a good chug-along
rhythm. The two voices work well together, as do the

guitars. Should pick up some fast FM and AM adds, in

part because of the dynamic trades between guitar and
sax.

ATTITUDES (Dark Horse/A&M DH-10011)
Sweet Summer Music (3:36) (Ganga Pub. B.V. /Jungle
City — ASCAP) (P. Stallworth. C. Higgins Jr., G. Bott-

liglier)

This new single kicks off to a great start, with a blues

harmonica used for punctuation, a laStevie Wonder. The
vocal is polished and effective. The entire cut has got a

chunky, full sound and should hit the airwaves with

strength. This is perfect for R&B and pop outlets — it's

got a refreshing feel to it.

BRYAN FERRY (Atlantic 45-3351)

Let’s Stick Together (Let’s Work Together) (2:58) (Frost

— BMI) (Harrison)

“Style" has always been Bryan Ferry’s middle name.
Now on his own (apart from Roxy Music), he has turned in

a high-fashion blues rock number. The beat is driving,

and Ferry slips the lyric in with class. Should be an im-

mediate add at all FM progressive outlets. People will

listen because of Roxy Music, and they'll keep listening

because of Bryan Ferry.

TYRONE DAVIS (Columbia 3-10388)

Give It Up (Turn It Loose) (3:25) (New York Times/Con-
tent/Little Bear's — BMI) (L. Graham)

Tyrone's smooth vocals are in full force on this single.

The bass pushes the tune along, and everything flows.

Listen closely to the harmonies on the chorus — they're

really beautiful. The tune will be grabbed by every R&B
programmer. The horns are almost used like backing

voices, providing a certain pleasing emphasis.

NATURAL GAS (Private Stock 45, 100)

The Right Time (3:47) (Pepper Music — ASCAP) (M.

:

Clarke)

Good rock and roll from Natural Gas. This group ex-

|

hibits a lot of class and potential here, especially with the

tight playing throughout. The piano pounds away, es-

|

tablishing a lot of the rhythm, and the vocais are full of

energy. This is a natural add at FM stations, and could
break through to the Top 40 side.

CHICAGO (Columbia 3-10390)

If You Leave Me Now (3:53) (Big Elk/Polish Prince — ASCAP) (P. Cetera)

This is an excellent ballad, and a smart follow-up to the reggae tinged “Another Rainy

Day In New York City.” Instrumentally, this is lushly colored, and the vocals have ob-
viously been carefully constructed. The whole thing flows, especially the guitar solo

(acoustic). Should find a quick home on all FM progressive outlets, and will cross to the

AM waves in short order.

OLIVIA NEWTON-JOHN (MCA 40600)
Don’t Stop Believin’ (3:24) (John Farrar — BMI) (J. Farrar)

This is an up-tempo cut that has a great shot at the higher reaches of the pop charts.

Olivia's vocal, as always, has a great deal of presence, and mixes well with the full

orchestral backing. The chorus is infectious, particularly the harmonies involved. The
tune should hit pop radio outlets across the board.

ERIC CARMEN (Arista AS 0200)

Sunrise (3:29) (C.A.M. — U.S.A.) (E. Carmen)
The third single from the successful “Eric Carmen” LP, we think this one is really go-

ing to break big. There's a beautiful introduction, with horns and everything, and then

the music breaks into some serious rock ’n’ roll. Carmen's voice is in top form, and he
makes the melody soar. Should be a big pop charter very soon.

GRAND FUNK RAILROAD (MCA-40590)
Can You Do It (2:46) (Jobete/Stone Agate — ASCAP/BMI) (R. Street, T. Gordy)

This has the kind of straight ahead rock rhythms of, say, “We're An American Band."
The production is slick, though, and shows off the best aspects of GFR — hard-edged
vocals and a certain rhythmic spirit. Frank Zappa supervised this recording, and there's

a great piano part that lends credence to the entire cut. Should get some fast adds at

pop AM stations.

MARSHALL TUCKER BAND (Capricorn/WB CPS 0258)
Long Hard Ride (2:49) (No Exit — BMI) (T. Caldwell)

A fine rock and country instrumental from the Marshall

Tucker Band. It's got a wonderful melody, and the play-

ing is professional — steel, fiddle, and guitar really get a

chance to shine. This would be a natural add for FM
progressives, and will get a large share of country play.

FLYING BURRITO BROTHERS (Columbia 3-10389)

Waitin' For Love To Begin (2:47) (Fox Box — BMI) (P.

Kleinow, G. Guilbeau)

A nice country rocker here. The lyrics are poignant: “A

bottle of brandy, and music we both understood.” The
pedal steel playing by co-writer Pete Kleinow is stellar.

This should get some heavy country play, as well as FM
progressive. Top 40 programmers should give it a listen

— it's right on the mark.

JIMMY BUFFETT (ABC-12200)
Woman Goin’ Crazy On Caroline Street (2:58)

(ABC/Dunhill — ASCAP) (Red Pajamas — BMI) (J. Buf-

fett, S. Goodman)
A story song in the best folk tradition, this has a good

melody and a great lyric. The song is appropriate for both

pop and country airplay. The instrumentation is ex-

cellent, and Buffett’s voice is ultimately expressive.

Should fine some immediate FM progressive spins. OK
production.

BLACKMORE’S RAINBOW (Oyster/Polydor OY 701)

Starstruck (3:19) (Eule/Armchair — BMI) (R. Black more,

R. Dio)

Blackmore has come up with an excellent single with

his new cohorts. The genre, of course, is hard rock, but

Blackmore and the band put a lot into it. The guitar fills

are fluid, and there's a couple of catchy chord progres-

sions in the bridge. FM programmers will wantto pick up

on this.

FINGERTIPS (MCA 40545)

Shelter Me (3:08) (Colgems — ASCAP) (D. Paul, D.

McKellar)

This is a nice disco track. The vocals, however, are real

good, and this might get some pop airplay. The har-

monies and the phrasing are just as important as the

rhythm. It's got an OK, upbeat lyric that is an additional

hook. Look for this one to break in the dance-clubs and
then move over to radio.

SPIN (Ariola America P-7632)

Grasshopper (3:20) (U.S. Arabella — BMI) (Jansen, Ven-
nik)

This is good progressive music, in the style of a few fu-

sion jazz groups like L.A. Express. The horns are

polished, and there’s a little disco thrown in. This in-

strumental should get a lot of FM play, maybe even on

some jazz outlets. Spin is an accomplished group from

the sound of this cut. There are some excellent solos.

THE BAR-KAYS (Mercury 462)

Shake Your Rump To The Funk (3:28) (Barkay — BMI)

(L. Dodson, J. Alexander, M. Beard, W. Stewart, L. Smith,

C. Allen, H. Henderson, F. Thompson)
The Bar-Kays have delivered aterrificfunk tune— you

can dance to it, and the music can stand on its own. The
production values are obviously high, the horns have

been charted to build the tension of the tune. The bass
line is consistently inventive, and the vocals, particularly

on the bridge, are certainly attractive. A must for R&B
programming.

MARK LINDSAY (Greedy G-106-AS)
Sing Your Own Song (2:30) (Anheuser — ASCAP) (P.

Botkin, Jr., M. Lindsay)

Mark Lindsay, when he was with Paul Revere and The
Raiders, was good at making up nifty little pop tunes that

stayed in your head. Well, he’s still doing it. This has a

bicentennial flavor to it, and a really strong chorus.

Should get some AM pop adds with no trouble.

LIVERPOOL EXPRESS (Atco 45-7058)

You Are My Love (3:16) (WB Music Corp. — ASCAP)
(Craig, Kinsley)

A haunting keyboard introduction builds this song,

laying a good foundation. The vocal is handled in the

higher registers, and has some compelling qualities. The
first single from a new group, this is certainly an

auspicious beginning. The lyric is intelligent, and this

should get more than a few spins on FM progressive

radio.

KIDD MOON (Blue Unicorn KI-003)

Steal Away (3:55) (Blue Unicorn — BMI) (D. Marchaesi)

A joyous little rocker, with a lot of charm. Kidd Moon
sings well, although the vocals are a little lost in a mix

dominated by the rhythm tracks. The overall effect is

good, particularly in the chorus. Pop programmers
should check this one out. There's a great break where
the rhythm shifts and makes you pay attention.

PEABO BRYSON (Bullet BT-01)

Underground Music (3:23) (Web IV — BMI) (P. Bryson)

This song has an almost hypnotic rhythm. This will

break big in the R&B markets, for the vocal is really down
and dirty. Peabo Bryson packs a wallop in this tune,

really belts it out. But his phrasing is always careful, and

he does some interesting things with counterpoint. Pop
and disco outlets will play this heavy.

CRYSTAL IMAGE (IX Chains NCS 7020)

Gonna Have A Good Time (2:45) (Diamond In The
Rough/Brent — BMI) (W. Lester, R. Brown)
A decent disco cut. Its best aspects are the vocals,

which are heavily textured. The rhythm tracks, if a trifle

overbearing, are artfully constructed. This would be a

good add for R&B programmers; the cut establishes a

groove and sticks to it.

THE BECKIES (Sire/ABC SAA-726)
River Bayou (2:52) (Spricot/Doraflo — BMI) (M. Brown,
G. Hogden)
The Beckies, with this first single, prove that they have

the potential to be a powerful singles group. The hard
rock foundation is slightly muted during the verses to let

the full qualities of the vocals shine through. It's an attrac-

tive melody, falsetto Is used well. The strings are by no
means overdone; rather, they bring out the nuances of an
intricate arrangement. For FM progressives.

ESTHER SATTERFIELD (A&M 1848)

Chase The Clouds Away (3:20) (Gates — BMI) (C.

Mangione)
Satterfield has a wonderful jazz voice, just like another

instrument in a good band. She takes this Mangione
song and makes it her own, providing the listener with

new insights into the possible uses of melody. Nice inter-

play with the electric bass. Should be programmed on
jazz outlets. FM progressive p.d.'s should give this a

listen.

THE TREMELOES (DJM/Amherst DJUS 1016)

September, November, December (3: 1 6) (Dick James—
BMI) (A. Blakley, L. Hawkins)

An uptempo love ballad that is centered around

acoustic guitars, this tune has a good pop arrangement
that should bring it to virtually every pop market. The
melody, particularly in the chorus, is catchy, and the

backing vocals, with professional harmonies, are an ad-

ded bonus. The horn fills are a little gratuitous, but have a

nice sound all the same. Pop and MOR.

MICHAEL’S PUB, NYC — As a prolific

Hollywood composer and a recent director

of Maria Muldaur’s big band sound, Benny
Carter hasn’t found the time to play a sim-

ple New York jazz gig in years. This ap-

pearance therefore stands as an unusual

event, and the players accompanying Car-

ter were more than equal to the occasion.

Milt Hinton’s bass is an inexhaustible foun-

tain of energy, combining sharp-edged
rhythms with an uncanny sense of har-

monic resolution. Ray Bryant is a masterful

keyboardist, putting the piano’s entire

range through thematic inventions, and
Grady Tate’s versatility at the drums did not

prevent him from making the right rhythmic

choices every time.

Carter’s alto playing shows the com-
poser’s melodic insight, with the control of

phrasing, speed and dynamics of an ac-

complished improviser who is always think-

ing a few moves ahead. The set included

originals, many of which can be heard on
the first jazz record date he has done in ten

years, “The King” on Pablo, as well as stan-

dard numbers including “All The Things

You Are,” “I Can’t Get Started With You,”
with Tate leaving the drum kit for a vocal

rendition of “Body And Soul.” For all the

delicacy of tone he displays on sax, Carter’s

embouchure is elastic enough to allow him

to play a fine trumpet.

a family income of over $25,000.

Slightly more than 21% indicated that

they relied on other peopletofind out about
new releases. Television accounted for

11.3%; newspapers for 8.7%; magazines
for 7.5%; concerts for 3.8% (respondents

were permitted to give multiple answers). It

is interesting to note that radio elicited

more than six times the number of

responses that television did: first, because
the 1 1.3% is 39% below the impact of televi-

sion on buyers of all types of music;

second, because these same people who
participated in the survey spend more time,

statistically, watching television (20 hours

per week) than they do listening to radio (19

hours per week).

Buying Habits Five Years Ago
Those surveyed indicated that they were

buying slightly less or the same amount
now as compared to five years ago. Only

42.2% of the men and 40.0% of the women
indicated that they are buying more. No age
group registered more than 44.2% in the af-

firmative; that group was aged 25-29.

Statistics for the survey were compiled
from responses only from people who in-

dicated that they preferred pop/contem-
porary music above all other categories.

A few years ago a new musical form hit the States

with the force of a hurricane — it sported infectious

rhythms, melodic instrumental tracks and joyous

collective vocals — we called it bluebeat,

rocksteady and, finally, reggae. As reggae music

became more prevalent in this country, leaders in

this unique musical genre began to emerge and at

the top of the list was Bob Marley & The Wailers.

This two-record set is a collector's item — it repre-

sents the earliest recorded work of Marley’s Wailers

at a time when Peter Tosh, now a solo artist, was still

accompanying the group.

Elaborating on the potential of this color

video tape, Landry commented, “This type

of presentation can be instrumental in

familiarizing the record company's regional

distributors and promotion staff with the ar-

tists that they are representing.

“The booking

agents,” Landry explained, “can also put

! together much more effective concerts by

lining up acts with compatible shows, both

aurally and visually.”

Landry continued in pointing out the

uses of the video cassette in the develop-

ment of a successful artist, “Video
cassettes are an excellent means of ad-

vance tour publicity — via preview show-
ings to key radio and retail personnel, and
they eliminate much traveling to showcase
an act or introduce the act to key radio

programmers.”
Putting It All On A Disk

All of these applications of video seem to

lead to the next logical step in the progres-

sion of the development of video
technology — the video-disc.

The video-disc, which is also referred to

technically as “video software,” is a con-

cept which intrigues the record industry.

However, at this time only two major com-
panies are working toward consumer ap-

plications of the video-disc — MCA and
RCA.
MCA Disco-Vision, Inc., a subsidiary of

MCA, has developed a video-disc which
can be played on a turntable that utilizes a

laser beam rather than a conventional
stylus. The turntable, or “hardware,” will be
marketed worldwide by Magnavox, a divi-

sion of Phillips, through an agreement
made with MCA (See Cash Box, Jan. 31,

1976).

David Lipton, head of public relations for

MCA Disco-Vision, reported that MCA has
no present plans to market any music-
related product on the video-disc. Said Lip-

ton, “Our research shows that the most ef-

fective application of the video-disc at the

present is in feature films. Therefore, we in-

tend to test market the product aimed at

that market initially — which will be by the

end of next year.”

Lipton cited enormous logistical

problems as the main obstacle in the way of

musical development. “To begin with, com-
panies wishing to market musical artists on
video-discs will have to re-negotiate all of

their contracts, and this alone will take an
incredible amout of time.”

All these provisions are tentative,

however, and could be changed by the full

Along with the use of feature films, MCA
Disco-Vision has plans to market children’s

shows and “how-to" programs for

everything from golf to cooking. “Yes, I can

see the video-disc playing a very important

role in the music industry," speculated Lip-

ton, “but that’s a way off down the road and I

think the applications of the video-disc in

the music industry are only limited by the

imaginations of the record companies
themselves — they’re the ones who are go-

ing to have to decide whether or not certain

products are commercially viable.”

MCA, RCA See Eye-To-Eye
A spokesman for RCA told CB that they

too are going to concentrate their initial

video-disc efforts on the production of

feature films. The source commented that

educational and “how-to” shows were also

on the top of their list of priorities, noting

that any musical applications are still

speculative. The RCA effort is also
scheduled for test marketing on a con-
sumer level sometime over a year from
now.

Both companies said that the legal

problems of royalties and copyright in-

fringement are nil, as the projected usage
will be via a direct tie-in to home TV sets,

thereby making the video techniques sub-
ject to the same regulations as television.

Piracy was also termed a “nonexistent

problem” by both companies, as the
reproduction and pressing equipment
would be prohibitively expensive to the

potential pirate. However, this is not the

case with the present video-cassette. It is

presently very simple to produce
duplicates of the video-cassettes and
several major manufacturers of the video

hardware are presently experimenting with

methods of scrambling the information on
the tape so an attempted duplication

without the appropriate decoder would
prove fruitless.

Although it appears as though it’s going
to be quite awhile before we’re able to slap

a video-disc of Elton John on our home
sets, certain applications of video which in-

volve both music and visuals have been in-

vestigated. The film, “Jonathan Livingston

Seagull,” which was scored by Neil Dia-

mond, was done entirely from viewings of

video cassettes while Diamond toyed with

musical ideas and tailored them to fit the

various sequences.
Also in the film arena, a full-length

feature film, “Norman, Is That You?,” was
recently filmed entirely on video equipment
and then transferred to film for distribution.

This method of filming consolidates several

steps in the conventional filming process
and therefore keeps production costs
down.

Video Discos — Seeing Is Believing

With the increasing interest in disco type
entertainment in this country, another
avenue for video application is revealed.

There are presently somewhere in the
neighborhood of 1,000 discos in the coun-
try that are wired for video with many others
in the process. Discos are not primarily in-

terested in static films of artists performing
their material, as this would encourage the

audience to simply sit and watch the video
show. Rather, the tapings are generally

comprised of one or more video techniques
which includecartoon animation, computer

House Judiciary Committee, on the House
floor, or by the House-Senate Conference
Committee. But the Judiciary subcommit-
tee has finished the major work, and it is un-

likely that anyone will tamper much with the

complicated revision bill.

Some participants wonder if the bill may
again die this Congress, since both the

House and the Senate must pass a bill

before it is sent to the President for

signature. One Washington music industry

spokesman was pessimistic. “The House is

moving slower than anticipated, and what
with recesses, campaigning, and the

animation, light shows (which, unlike the

“color organ” types, have a virtually un-
limited combination of color shades and
patterns), documentary footage (the artist

doing something other than performing)
and footage of the artist performing his

material.

Several companies are presently in

business supplying the discos with
hardware. The companies install the video

hardware, which is leased by the disco who
then obtains video cassettes on a subscrip-

tion basis.

Some of the companies presently
manufacturing and distributing the video

equipment aren’t quite as pleased with the

growing market for their equipment in the

discos. The president of one such company
suggested that many of the disco clients are

picking up the hardware and producing
their own tape cassettes, which are of a very

low quality. "This is merely a poor way for

video to earn a reputation for credibility,"

he commented. He also called many of the

disco clients "fly-by-nights" and said that

they frequently order the equipment in-

stalled and go bankrupt before it can be
paid for.

Video As A Technological

Advancement — Commercially
Larry Silverman, president of Digital

Lighting Company, referred to the incor-

poration of video into the music industry as

a “technological advancement that’s

basically aimed at commercial applications

at this time.” Silverman said that he feels

that such advancement, when attempted
on a consumer level, often paradoxically

fails due to the incredible demand for the

item that's generated once it has been suc-

cessfully introduced. Citing the recent in-

troduction of quadraphonic music systems
as an example, he elaborated, "The reason

quad didn’t last was because the demand
that was generated by its immediate in-

troduction on the consumer level just

couldn't be met by manufacturers who
weren’t set up for this type of mass produc-
tion. Consequently, while the industry tried

to catch up to the demand, the public lost

interest. That doesn’t mean that quad
wasn’t a commercially viable innovation, it

just means that it was marketed in the

wrong way.” Returning his thoughts to

video, Silverman added, “Since video is

starting out as a commercial innovation, the

demand won’t be as great initially and by

the time it goes consumer, plenty of com-
mercial outlets will have been established

to handle the deman — this will eliminate

the problem of consumer supply.”

Just The Tip Of The Iceberg
In relating the significance of the

developments in video to the music in-

dustry, one source told CB, “We’re barely

seeing the tip of the iceberg — in a couple of

years we’ll be able to delineate the tip that

we’re now trying to make out in a dense fog.

In five years we may be able to determine
just how big this iceberg really is!”

To what degree the implementation of

video techniques will affect the recording

industry remains to be seen — and as the

old axiom says, “One picture is worth a

thousand words!"

Even in Philadelphia

we’re facing competition on the pricing

level from places like Record Museum and
Wee Three. Its not just from Korvettes." So
far, Korvettes has not altered its pricing

structure in Philadelphia, choosing to

maintain the recently established $3.97
sale price that was apparent in its ads ap-
pearing in Baltimore, Chicago, Detroit, and
Washington, D.C. this week.

However, how long this situation will

remain constant is anyone's guess. Cash
Box reported in its July 17 edition that the

New York “price war" was spreading to

Philadelphia; Levy thinks it’s there already.

"There’s a similar situation (to New York) in

Philadelphia, which is why our prices have
remained the same in both markets
through this recent development.”
The future is not bright for record

retailers either. It is expected that this

week’s lower-than-wholesale prices at Kor-

vettes will not be the chain's last such ven-

ture. And Levy has hinted that the $3.99
price at Goody stores may drop even lower.

“Next week’s advertising will contain some
interesting items,” he suggested.

Interestingly enough, Disc-O-Mat,
another of the retail operations cited as a

major cause for the “Price war," has not ad-
vertised in major New York daily
newspapers for several weeks. The three-

store chain has been blamed by numerous
retailers, including Korvettes and Goddy,
for a reduction in record traffic at their mid-

town outlets due to Disc-O-Mat’s existing

locations at 38th Street on the west side of

Manhattan and 58th Street on the east side.

Recently, Disc-O-Mat sold its downtown
outlet, leaving the operation with two
stores.

He added that at KDIA they were ex-

perimenting with on-air artist interviews

conducted by a psychologist on the sta-

tion's staff.

Comments from the audience explored

the value of secondary markets, record

company promotion, and the difficulties

some stations around the country are hav-

ing holding on to the younger audiences
when they try to gain an older audience. It

was noted that younger listeners do not

seem to mind hearing the same 15 or 20

records played over and over again every

hour and a half. While this was detrimental

to the record industry, it was what the radio

station was successful with and was able to

sell to its advertisers. Radio stations have
their own selling job, too, in having to sell

advertisers contracts for time buys on their

radio stations,” added Adams. And
sometimes the needs of the radio station

and record company do not coincide.

EAST COASTINGS — John Lennon is finally safe at home, here in New York, that is, after

fighting four and one-half years of court battles to establish permanent residence in the

United States. The turning point in that legal dispute came last October, when the deporta-

tion order resultant from Lennon’s 1968 British conviction for posession of marijuana was
overturned. At that time, the Court of Appeals saw Lennon's long struggle as a “testimony

to his faith in the American dream.” The hearing for final permanent resident status in-

cluded a list of celebrated character witnesses, including Gloria Swanson, who testified to

Lennon’s importance in the lives of American youth, and Norman Mailer, who called the

former Beatle "one of the great artists of the western world .

" As to why he was so dead-set

upon residing in the states, Lennon said the U.S.A. is the modern-day center of culture:

“This is where the action is.”

CRIMESTOPPERS’ TEXTBOOK — One of America’s most famous hard-line law and
order comic strips, Dick Tracy, has begun fighting evil and corruption in the record in-

dustry. The singing group is the Gallstones, a scrubbed, crew-cutted trio of collegiates that

far surpasses the conservatism of any examples of today’s moral resurgence (we don’t

think Dick Tracy recognizes that the Lettermen haven’t had many hit singles lately). Their

pirating, exploitive manager is a pony-tailed sharpie named Bolo, and the undercover

Tracy affects tousled hair and a scruffy beard.

Station breaks

LOS ANGELES — “We’re trying to get our

credibility back,” reflected Charlie Ross,

music director at KEEL, a Shreveport

rocker. "The whole purpose of a short

playlist is to play the hits, develop a familiar

sound, and move ’em off the survey fast.”

Compete
The station beams a powerful 50,000

watt signal heavily into Texas, but it has to

compete primarily with two other rock-

oriented stations in the city, K-ROCK and

KOKA, according to Ross. In order to suc-

cessfully compete in the ratings, Ross's ob-

jectives are to lower the number of records

being played and to expose new product.

“We’re down from 45 to 33 numbered
records and three hitbounds now,” he con-

tinued, “and future plans call for only 30

numbered records with four or five extras

maximum. When I first got here, some
records had been on the playlist for sixteen

weeks, and that’s entirely too long. Steve

Kelly (station pd) and I knew this was a

great breakout market ... we could tell in

two weeks if a record was going to go ... so

exposing new product was a must.”

One New Record
Ross said he spent one Saturday on the

air and played only one new record in four

hours. “All new records are played every

two and a half to three hours now, and that’s

the way it’s going to be in the future. We add
new records every week and I feel that the

new product should be surrounded by

recognizable hits.” He expressed that tak-

ing a shot with a new record requires ex-

posing it in a familiar atmosphere. “It has to

sound like another smash record on the

air,” commented Ross.

Harder
The argument against a tight playlist

traditionally has been that new product will

be harder and harder to get on the air. And
fewer records being played is usually a in-

dication to record promotion people that a

familiar artist like Olivia Newton-John will

be an automatic add, and any new artist

may not get a chance. “We don’t do things

that way,” Ross replied. “Olivia Newton-
John is no longer a ‘cinch add’ . . . we’re

programming by sound and if it’s not there,

she may not get on the list. It’s been so easy
here in the past to get a record played . . .

anything and everything was getting into

the control room, but we've improved that

with this new rotation.”

Familiar Sound
KEEL'S decision to rotate fewer records

more often and establish a more familiar

sound for the station are moves that Charlie

Ross feels will “get the credibility back after

finding records on the station’s survey for

too long.” Although record promotion peo-

ple might feel that an attempt to get their

new artist played on KEEL will be harder,

Ross's statement that no artist is a ‘cinch

add’ may prove to be “fighting ground” for

record promotion people whofeel their new
product outdoes a superstar’s latest single.

Jim Maddox: Maverick
Or Innovator

by Jess Levin

LOS ANGELES — Jim Maddox, program
director at KDAY in Los Angeles, is one of

the new breed of young black program-
mers that is creating a new era in black
radio. Maddox has taken KDAY, a former
AM rocker, and turned it into one of the
most progressive black AM stations in the
country. Last week Cash Box interviewed
Maddox about black radio in 1976.

Black Radio

Black radio has gone through some in-

teresting changes lately. Black stations

around the country are playing more LP
cuts, more jazz and are quicker to pick up
on crossover records. Maddox said the

reason this is happening is that more and
more black radio stations are becoming
aware of their own needs rather than the

needs of the record companies. “Radio sta-

tions are realizing that it is their purpose to

serve the community. Our primary concern

is not to make the record companies
happy; just because their A&R depart-

ments choose a certain single release
doesn't necessarily mean that I have to play

it. I think the time has come in black radio

where programmers are not afraid of being

badgered by record companies. We won't

be made guilty if we don't cooperate with

them. They can’t wave the time buys in our

faces. We are not being paid by the record

companies and they know it.”

A New Day
Maddox also pointed out that black radio

is not the same type of entertainment vehi-

cle as it was in the fifties and sixties. “In the

fifties and sixties black radio was into public

affairs and gospel hours on Sunday. Now in

the seventies the mood of the public has
changed to where they want to hear more
music. I need time to play music and do it

Public affairs and
news are still important, but we make these

spots short and they have a lot of impact

when they are on.”

Progressive

On the subject of being progressive,

Maddox said that really depends on your

market and how far you can open up your

audience. “You have to be very careful of

what you play, because you may do too

much too soon and turn a portion of your

listeners away. We're into formula radio to a

degree, more music, a personality-oriented

jock, not a wailer or screamer, but a guy

that can relate to his audience. However,

even if you want to call it formula radio, we
try to disguise it. We like to bring familiarity

to the air; however, it is important to keep

the people guessing, so that they don’t

know that an O'Jays record is coming up.

Free-form radio is not where I am at. I like a

system and organization.”

LP Research

Lately the trend around the country in

black radio has been to add more LPs and

LP cuts. KDAY was one of the first to make
this move. “After a year’s research in our

market, I was finding that most of our

listeners were more and more affluent, had

a higher level of education and were buy-

ing more LPs than singles. They had the

money to buy LPs, and were doing it

because the LPs are better bargains in

comparison to singles. Our audience is

primarily 18 to 24 and 25 to 34. We’re low in

teens. These older listeners usually are

more loyal in buying their favorite artists.

So what I've done is not to do anything too

drastic in programming; however, what I

think I have done is refine and polish what
we were doing in the beginning. We will still

play singles, but stay away from the

marginal ones. I only want to play records

that benefit KDAY. I’m not interested in

helping out A&R departments that are tell-

ing me what to play. If it is right for us then

we'll play it,” Maddox said.

Maddox also feels that it is inevitable that

more white artists will be crossing over.

“Right now the general market is better

able to accept both black and white artists.

Both artists are producing good product

that really doesn’t fit any category. It’s just

good music. I see more and more black

AMs getting into more white pop records,

but not to the point where their stations will

lose their black identity. Black stations like

ourselves will keep our identity because
our news and public affairs still primarily

address themselves to black people. A lot

of the racism, though, will be erased
through this easier crossover situation. I

think it’s kind of criminal that I don't receive

every LP that comes out — white, black,

jazz, classical or whatever. Plus I also think

that our biggest competitor, KHJ, should

get every black LP that is released.”

NATRA
While Maddox feels that people in black

broadcasting need their own professional

organization, he doesn’t feel that is NATRA.
“I like the concept of the organization;

however, I understand why they have little

support and low attendance. They don’t

have any seminars and they never seem to

get anything accomplished. I personally

like less talk and more action. I would like to

go to a convention and share ideas with the

rest of my colleagues in the field, but

NATRA doesn’t feel the same way I do. I

think they need to clean up their act. I’m not

going becausel'm in the last part of my ARB
period. I don't have time to go down and
party. The only way to stay on top and be

consistent is to add the hottest records

week in and week out. The people that con-

trol NATRA are the old line of broadcasters,

and they fail to realize that there is a whole
new breed of young programmers who are

very dedicated and very professional.

These people have not kept up with the

times. I personally have too much work to

go down to Antigua and play games. Being

a programmer is not a 9 to 5 job. It’s a pro-

ject by project job. I will gladly get behind

any black organization that is serious about

getting things done. I think it's a little sad
that most of the jocks at our competitor

KGFJ are not closer to us. I'm not into any
diabolical plots; however. I wouldn't mind
discussing improvements for the better-

ment of black radio with them. I think a

NATRA could be a great organization if they

restructured it so that we as com-
municators could come together to im-

prove and enhance our industry.”

When the time came to sign Car-
men, his availability was made known but
no demo tape was made. Poses feels that it

is not fair to “peddle a tape." He was offer-
ing a package of artist, producer and
manager, and he had the interested com-
pany representatives fly into Cleveland to
listen to Carmen play some songs on his
piano. “Clive Davis showed more interest
than anyone, and within 24 hours his
business people were back to me. The
other thing was that Clive was building a
new company; he had no superstars, and I

knew I would get a shot.” Poses said that

Davis heard Carmen perform four songs,
among which were part of “All By Myself”
and “Never Gonna Fall In Love Again,” Car-
men’s first and second singles respectively.

Poses was asked how important hit

singles have been to Carmen's career.
“Few artists will break, even strongly on FM,
without a hit single. However, as far as Eric

is concerned, I think the most important
thing has been concert appearances. The
promoters gamble on building the acts of
the future. We in the industry tend to pre-
hype ourselves, and not wait for the reac-
tion from the public.” Poses feels that con-
certs are one place where the public reac-
tion to an act can be accurately sensed.

‘A Manager Is Like A Father’
Poses feels that the most important thing

about managing is to understand the
nature of the job. “Personal management is

just that: personal management. A
manager is looked on almost as a father,
and you have to be as available as a father
is. And that is seven nights and seven days
a week.” Poses also thinks that too many
business people and lawyers assume that
there is no real definition of management,
that it only involves managing business af-

fairs. “A manager has to be as comfortable
handling the creative and personal ends of
the job, as the business.” He added that a
manager must also be concerned with an
artist’s future, which for Carmen will involve
production in addition to songwriting.
“Basically," he emphasized, “a manager
has to watch over every facet of an artist’s

career.”

hope that we are still running our own
business at RDM, Inc., and I do not see

where my letter implied in any way that we
or anyone else was being forced to par-

ticipate. However, here are the three

“faults” I find in the ABC Records RAPP
program:

1) You include 45 rpm singles in the per-

centage figures. I believe this to be

very unrealistic, and in fact to be very

unfair to a rack jobber like ourselves

that merchandises an average of 140

singles titles. Furthermore, I believe it

to be unfair inasmuch as
geographically, some areas of the

country are necessarily more in-

volved with 45 rpm singles sales than

other areas. This also holds true for

one type of outlet versus another.

2) I do not agree with your stipulation

that a six (6) month period must first

be served in order to see if one
qualifies for a membership, be it class

"A,” “B” or “C”; and then during the

course of the next six (6) months you

may, or may not, prove yourself

deserving of the appropriate award. I

feel that the deserving award should

be given at the end of each six (6)

month period, beginning with the very

first period.

3) Your ABC Records RAPP program
would better serve to reduce returns if

it were programmed in such a man-
ner as to reward your sales forces.

There has to be direct and immediate
compensation given to them, or else it

will be very ineffective in its whole

purpose. Sure, sales people are paid

on net sales. However, they must be
given an incentive from release to

release to minimize the returns factor.

And certainly the answer is not the old

and usual quota system that is placed

on them.

You state in your letter that, and I quote,

"The ABC Records RAPP program is not

sealed in concrete and if other companies
have a better plan, then we certainly are

willing to listen," unquote. First let me say,

my letter was addressing all major
manufacturers regarding the evil of their

quota and allocation systems, and that this

was the prime cause of the return factor in

this industry. Secondly however, the

aforegoing issues I take with RAPP I believe

should be given serious considerations for

implementation.

My letter to you of June 30, 1976 concer-

ning this subject was published in full and
verbatim in this week's Cash Box
magazine. There is one statement which I

made in the letter that I wish to retract. The
statement was “Frankly, you insult my in-

telligence." Please accept my apology, as I

knowyour intentionsfortheRAPP program
are well meant.

In conclusion, it is my sincere belief that

your RAPP program or anybody else’s

similar program will never be effective until

ABC and all other major manufacturers see
fit to either do away with or minimize the

quota and allocation systems. I am not

naive enough to believe that this will ever

happen.

However, I do believe that the effec-

tiveness of any “RAPP" programs lies

therein.

One of the guys at 3XY did this with a Kiss

album before it was ever released in

Australia and it went over very well.”

More Input

Earlier in the week, Cash Box conducted

a similar dialogue with Digamae consultant

and 2SM (Sydney) jock David White and

Peter Harrison of Van Dyke’s home-away-
from-home, 3XY, Melbourne. The two

were, of course, involved in the “Friends”

exchange and broadcast, for their part,

shows over KHJ here in Los Angeles.

CB asked White and Harrison who the

American Research Bureau counterpart

would be in Australia; who conducts the

ratings? Surveys

"Anderson-McNair,” answered White,

leading things off. “They used to be
separate companies but they merged and
they now do the surveying in Australia.

"Each year we have four separate eight-

week surveys,” added Harrison. “There's

one on at the moment. The books aren’t

anywhere near as detailed as yours
because the population isn’t as wide. It

would freak most Americans to read our

book because the figures are so high.”

“We’ve got seven stations in Sydney plus

a couple of experimental FM,” countered
White. “We’re the top rating at the moment

at something like 1 9% of the market. That’s

unheard of, I guess, in L.A. At breakfast, the

number one station during peak time has

300,000 people listening. But it's only a

matter of time before the FMers get in there

and really start specializing. Then they'll cut

that pie back until the number one station

may only pull ten percent of the market. FM
will come, but it's going to take awhile."

Censorship

How about censorship? The example
was made of many American stations

bleeping certain phrases out of Bob Dylan’s

recent “Hurricane” single.

White said his station did bleep words
from that record; Harrison’s did not.

“We’ve got an organization similar to the

FCC which is called the FACB (Federation

of Australian Commercial Broadcasters),”

White explained. “They run a pretty tight

operation. They check on all records that

come into the country and issue a set of

standards that are sent out to radio
stations. FACB suggests a classification

similar to ’PG’ or ‘X’ which the station

manager talks over with his music direc-

tor Non- Rock Music

Aside from the “standard” classifications

of pop, MOR, rock, “easy listening” . . . how
does other music fit into the Australian

picture? Is there such a thing as country?

Latin? Jazz?

Harrison picked up the ball: “Country

music has quite a big foothold, but mainly

by Australian artists. Slim Dusty, for

instance, has sold more records than

anyone else — Beaties, Elvis included. Yet

he never gets played on big city radio.

Country radio is behind him, though, and

there is a very big country market.”

“Until the disco craze,” segued White,

“there were very few black hits. The disco

seemed to break the market wide open for

blacks. The commercial material has
brokers through. But 1 don't think a lot of

people can relate to in-depth funk music

yet in Australia.”

How about domestic black music out of

Australia?

“Only gimmick records,” answered
White. “Like Lionel Rose, who was a world-

champion boxer. After he retired, he made
a novelty record which was bought because
he was a hero for awhile. You go back and

Jimmy Little, who is an Aborigine, had a

record about ten years ago that was played

and bought on its merit but there isn't a

domestic black population to support a

music trend.”

Lack Of Latin

Likewise, apparently, there is no Latin

population to speak of in the land down
under, as White related:

“If you said 'salsoul' a lot of people would

shake their heads and say ‘what?’ It’ll get

played and it will sell, but not in massive

quantities. You’ll get an occasional break-

through hit but not a swamping monster.

Again, the commercial stuff like Santana.

Neither is reggae very big yet. Marley and

the Waiters are just starting to get through."

Harrison, the jazz buff, spoke of an ABC
late-night jazz show from ten to midnight.

“That’s about the only national jazz show,

however. As a programming format, it

doesn’t exist. An enthusiast would have to

look up the ABC radio guide and find out

when it's on. It’s not a part of commercial

stations at all.”

Sample Market

Despite its seeming lack of wide-range

programming versatility (although in one
sense programming "potential” is

enormous), White contends that “Australia

is a very interesting sample market for the

U.S., as some records do very well and then

America follows. Maxine Nightingale is a

case in point. 'Right Back To Where We
Started From’ was 99 on the Cash Box
charts as the single was number 10 in

Sydney.”
If Australia is a potential sample market,

we wondered which domestic groups
looked to be most prime to cross borders

and break the U.S.

“They
recently toured the U.S. and really just laid

the groundwork. They’ve got a foot in the

door — a small toe, actually — but now they

know what they’re chasing, and they'll

definitely be back.”

“There was another record recently,"

added White, “called ‘Yesterday’s Hero' by

John Paul Young (Ariola America), that got

into the top half of the CB charts. The only

reason it didn’t do better is because John
Paul Young wasn’t here in the U.S. to follow

up with personal appearances and
television. That’s the difference. We're so

far away. If a record gets picked up by a top

forty station here and starts to break, you

either have to be there in person or get

some videotape out there fast.”

Competition

it’s true, a body cannot be in two places at

once, although one voice can certainly

occupy two continents at one time. Cash
Box wrapped up the interview with the two

wandering Aussies by posing the same,

inevitable question that we'd put to Charlie

Van Dyke earlier: how does Australian

radio stack up against the U.S. brand?

Whiteand Harrison pondered, butnotfor

long. Armed to the teeth with some seventy

interviews with local L.A. personalities

ranging from Mel Blanc to Cal Worthington,

the duo knows they’ll be pulling the ratings

when they get back home. Their reply:

“We’re right up to date with what the

American radio stations are doing. I don’t

think we’re in any way behind you guys. We
follow American radio very closely.

Because if you followed England, you'd be
back in the Dark Ages. English radio is the

worst radio in the world.”
