Economics And Intelligence

In the world of big business, short term gains are sometimes looked upon as more

desirable than long term investments. The acquisitive nature of large corporations is

often blind to the future, as any environmentalist will quickly attest. Though the record

industry is as growth-minded as any, it is fortunately not compelled to swallow up its

young in a headlong rush toward becoming the ultimate corporate structure.

An example of corporate realism that smacks of intelligent foresight is the sale of

the Soul City One-Stop by David Lieberman to Jim Taylor (see page 7). When
Lieberman purchased the St. Louis business as part of the Musical Isle deal, he was
confronted with an operational dilemma. Should he attempt to implement his

computerized inventory control system or not? Realizing that Soul City was not geared

to accept the system, Lieberman sought, and found, another solution. Rather than

attempt to force computerization upon the one-stop, which caters in large part to the

black community, he sold it to the man who had operated it profitably for the previous

seven years. In turning Soul City over to Taylor and his partners, Lieberman not

only realized a profit for himself, he also helped perpetuate a successful enterprise

by returning it to its original operating environment.

Lieberman’s admission that Taylor and his associates were the most capable

people to administrate Soul City’s activities belies the traditional opinion of corporate

ego. He might have opted to force his computer system on the one-stop, but he

recognized that it would have been a costly battle that, in the end, would probably

have had fatal consequences for Soul City. The wisdom of his decision to sell out

should be emphasized, because beyond the immediate dollars and cents of the

transaction is a much larger consideration — artists and their careers. The

connection becomes clear upon examining the chain of events from the birth of a

record to the time it is bought at the consumer level. The Soul City One-Stop was an

invaluable link in the process. Rather than disrupt the flow of black product at

perhaps its most crucial point (from the one-stop to the mom and pop store),

Lieberman ultimately ensured the continued exposure of black artists in a major

market. His contribution to the life cycle of black music in St. Louis should be

examined closely. It certainly verifies the contention that economics and

intelligence don’t have to be strange bedfellows.

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Heilicher Registers Gains
On 14 LPs By Beach Boys

Disc-O-Mat’s Low
Typifies NYC ‘Price

NEW YORK — The Beach Boys have been a

recording and performing phenomenon for

more than 15 years, and now they have
become somewhat of a retailing

phenomenon as well.

On July 17, "15 Big Ones,” the band’s

first studio album since January 1973
("Holland” was the last) entered the Cash
Box “top 200 albums” chart at #97 (it is now
#12.) Two weeks later, "Endless Summer,"
a 2-LP set released two years ago by
Capitol, reentered the chart at #187 (it is

now #88 with a bullet). Now, this week, "The
Beach Boys In Concert,” a 2-LP set

released three years ago, has appeared on
the chart at #190.

More Chart Appearances?
There are indications that even more

Beach Boys albums may reappear on the

chart, as the band winds its way through the

seocnd half of a three month, 36 city tour.

This week, Heilicher Bros./JL Marsh, the

nation’s largest rack jobbing operation and
operator of 185 Musicland stores, reported

major sales increases of 14 Beach Boys
albums.

Big August

"Endless Summer,” which sold 1,100

copies during the week ending August 6, in-

creased to 1,957 copies at the reporting

branches of the Heilicher operation, which

include all the Musicland stores and the en-

tire rack jobbing operation. As a result, the

album, which has sold 15,499 copies during

the six months ending June 30 at Heilicher,

moved from #17 to #7 on the company’s list

of top selling LPs, which is based ex-

clusively on sales monitored within the

various corporate branches.
"15 Big Ones” jumped from #20 to #1 1 on

the Heilicher list as sales increased from

984 for the week ending August 6 to 1,649

the following week.

Jumps
"Spirit Of America," released in April

1975 on Capitol reached #151 from #193
the previous week. Sales increased from

201 to 297. “20 Golden Greats," an import

album on Capitol which is the #1 album on

the current Melody Maker chart in London,

leapt to #170 from #490 with sales climbing

from 186 units to 265 units. "The Beach
Boys In Concert,” released in December,

1973, is currently at #180, up from #362 as a

result of sales for the week of 253, more
than double the previous week’s total of

10- Year Old Greatest Hits

“Good Vibrations ... ”, released in July,

1975 is currently the #209 best selling

album at Heilicher, selling 218 copies for

the week. Last week it was #284 with sales

of 137 copies. "Best Of The Beach Boys —
Vol. 1,” released in June, 1966 on Capitol is

at #260, having taken a substantial jump
from #443. After a more than 10-year sales

history, the album sold 177 copies for the

week, which nearly doubled the 96 it sold
continued on pg.

NEW YORK — For nearly two months, Disc-

O-Mat’s advertising, which many observers

believe was, and continues to be, a major
instigator of the “price war” among record

retailers in the metropolitan area, has been
conspicuously missing in an examination of

daily newspapers, as part of the Cash Box
weekly retail pricing survey. Added to the

fact that the company recently sold its

downtown Manhattan location (Cash Box,

July 24) there was speculation that Disc-O-

Mat was in a precarious financial position.

"Not so,” declared Stanley Cohen, presi-

dent of the two-store Disc-O-Mat opera-

tion. “We’re keeping a low profile so as not

to stir up any more problems for the major

chains. We simply maintain a price struc-

ture that they don’t.”

Lieberman Sells Soul City

One Stop To Black Store Mgr.

mTW YORK — Dave Lieberman, owner of

^7.eberman Enterprises, the fifth largest

rack jobber in the country, has announced
the sale of the Soul City One Stop in St.

Louis to black businessman Jim Taylor, the

store manager.
Lieberman purchased the store in July

from Musical Isle of America, along with

several other one-stops around the coun-

try. The one-stop in St. Louis, which deals

largely with black product, has been
managed by Taylor for seven years. Lieber-

man Enterprises, upon purchase, at-

tempted to institute its controlled computer
system, which it found inappropriate for its

main customers, the small mom and pop
stores. Being a mass merchandiser,
Lieberman Enterprises must maintain

stringent inventory control which is difficult

at best, given a consumer profile more
oriented to individual unit selection than

mass purchasing.

Fairness

Commenting on the sale of The Soul City

One-stop to Taylor, Lieberman told CB,
"My St. Louis store had been losing

customers, and since I really had’t intend-

ed to change my operating system, I felt it

would be fairer if Taylor purchased and
operated the store the way he had operated

it in the past. I felt it an ideal opportunity to

allow a man who knows his business well to

become an entrepreneur. I also feel I must
mention this has nothing to do with

tokenism — we made a business deal that

benefited both of us."

Black Community
Taylor, who takes over operation of The

Soul City One-stop, effective September
first, discussed his feeling about the

purchase as well as his operational game
plan’ "We will be servicing the jukeboxes

and the mom and pop stores with black and

country product. We do plan to get into

other related areas of the business. Skip

Gorman will be handling the distribution

end as we expand. My partners Chuck
Fisher and Rick Elliot and I are delighted to

have the opportunity to deal on a one to one

basis with the black community, and look

forward to continuing our relationship as

we grow in the future. The St. Louis popula-

tion is fifty percent black so naturally we sell

a lot of black product and we recognize that

it can in no way be marketed the same way
continued on pg.

NEW YORK — Tony Martell has been
named vice president and general
manager for the associated labels of CBS
Records.

NEW YORK — Arista Records has signed

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Schwartz Brothers,

Inc. reported net income of $12,319 on
sales of $5,305,037 for the second quarter

ending June 1.

James Schwartz, president of the
Washington-based company, attributed

the improved performance to a variety of

factors including a 20% increase in the

firm's 15-store Harmony Hut retail chain.

This represents the second consecutive

quarter in which sales and earnings have
been significantly higher than comparable
periods a year earlier. As a result, for the six

months ended June 30, Schwartz Brothers

posted net income of $31,148 on sales of

$10,536,529. Last year during that period

the company declared a loss of $86,332 on
sales of $9,582,976.

In addition to its retail chain, Schwartz
Brothers owns wholesale distribution and
rack merchandising operations, all from
New Jersey to Virginia.

N.Y. Broadcasters Halt
Proposed Telephone Tariff

by J.B. Carmicle

LOS ANGELES — The American Broad-
casting Company, along with several New
York radio stations, has filed a petition with

the Public Service Commission in Albany,

New York, to reject a telephone contest

tariff proposal made by New York
Telephone. The phone company’s
proposal calls for answering devices to be
installed in radio stations that generate "in-

creased network usage” when initiating

call-in contests involving station listeners.

The tariff would affect the customer direc-

tly; charging, him either a long distance or

message unit rate when he successfully

completed the call and received the
recording telling him he was not a winner, to

hang up, and not, try again. In the past,

customers would only receive a busy
signal. The extra lines provided by the

phone company to the radio station will

allow more customers to get through and
be charged, thus the controversy. The radio

stations contend that the phone company
will create millions of dollars of additional

revenue for itself and the phone company’s
rebuttal is that someone has to pay for the

increased usage of their network lines.

Stay

New Y ork Telephone wanted the answer-

ing devices installed August 5, but a 30-day

stay issued to ABC by the Public Service

Commission postponed the action to Sep-
tember 5.

Rick Sklar is one of five New York broad-

casters fighting the phone company
proposal. The PD of WABC, New York,

Sklar has been meeting weekly with

representatives from WXLO, WHN, WWRL,
and WNBC. “We want this tariff rejected

and our petition (WABC's) calls for a hear-

ing where alternate ideas could be dis-

cussed," exclaimed Sklar. "The phone
company is going to make a lot more
money on this than what it will actually cost

them. Making Money
WWRL's general manager, Mark Olds,

said the phone company would not provide
a cost figure of the additional expense.
"They say there are a lot of out-of-pocket
expenses involved, but we can’t get them to

tell us how much. We’re not asking how
much they want to make, just how much it

will cost. What they want is a whole new way
of making money . . . and they are con-
verting busy signals into a way to charge the
customers by using these recording
devices. We’re going to fight it tooth and
nail and perhaps get our own hearing."

Olds called the phone company a
monopoly, saying, “They never like to be
reminded of that. We are prepared to

editorialize against them on the air because
we think this practice will be unfair.” He also

mentioned that this could be the forerunner
of a national campaign by the phone com-

continued on pg.

12 Albums Bow On Chart;
Nine New Bullets Registered

NEW YORK — Album chart activity has begun to accelerate once again with the debut of

four LPs on the Cash Box top 100 chart, all with bullets. In addition, eight other LPs ap-

peared on the list of the top 200 titles for the first time, five with bullets. The resulting total of

nine new, bulleting LPs is the largest such total to be registered since July 3, when 11

albums entered the top 200 chart with bullets.

"Hasten Down The Wind" by Linda Ronstadt (Asylum) debuted this week at #57, which is

the highest first week showing of any album since “Spitfire" by Jefferson Starship

registered at #43 on July 17. "Spirit” by John Denver (RCA), the follow-up to “Windsong,”
which spent 44 weeks on the Cash Box chart, is at #85. It joins “John Denver’s Greatest

Hits” which is at #172 after an incredible 165 weeks.
Three Kiss Albums Charted

"The Originals" by Kiss (Casablanca), a 3-LP repackage of three earlier Kiss albums, ap-

peared at #93, and thus becomes the third album by the band currently on the charts. "Kiss

Alive," a 2-LP set, is at #74 after 47 weeks, and “Destroyer,” their last studio effort, is at

#126 after 22 weeks. "Waking And Dreaming" by Orleans (Asylum) is the fourth new entry

into the top 100, bowing at #97.

Other albums receiving bullets their first week on the Cash Box top 200 chart are:

"Bigger Than Both Of Us” by Hall & Oates (RCA) at #130; “American Flyer” (UA) at #143;

"Disco Train" by Donny Osmond (Kolob/Polydor) at #174; “Get Up Offa That Thing” by

#183. In addition, three albums appeared on the chart for the first week, but without bullets.

On July 24, no new additions to the chart appeared that high; the highest placed

album that week was "Wild Cherry" at #139, which has since catapulted to #13 with a bullet

this week. The following week, “Happiness Is Being With The Spinners” was the sole new
entry into the top 100 at #95; it is currently #38 with a bullet. A week later, “Diana Ross’

Greatest Hits” appeared at #79,climbin’ three weeks later to #26 with a bullet.

On August 14, two albums entered the top 100 upon release, the first time that occurred

in a month: "Music, Music” by Helen Reddy at #89 and “Best Of B.T.O. (So Far)” at #97.

Delsener Plans To Re-Open
Dormant New York Rock Hall

by Eric Rudollph

Denver To Head Shows
To Benefit Democrats

NEW YORK — Two parties are vying for the

right to present rock concerts and other live

entertainment at the Academy of Music, a

3,400 seat theater in Manhattan which was
the site of regular rock concerts for four

years until 1975 under the aegis of

promoter Howard Stein.

Promoter Ron Delsener is planning to

renovate the hall and present rock concerts

there on a regular basis. Until recently,

Delsener was promoting concerts regularly

at the Beacon Theater, a 2,400 seat theater

uptown. However, his agreement with the

lessors of the Beacon, Steve Singer and
Steve Metz, has ended. Singer and Metz
now have plans to promote rock shows at

the Beacon together with Stein and Phil

Basile of Concerts East.

Conflict Over Agreements
Singer and Metz also claim to have a writ-

ten agreement with UA Theaters, owners of

the Academy of Music, which entitles them
to be the sole presenters of live entertain-

ment at the facility. The agreement was
reached last year, they said, but they have
yet to produce a show at the hall. They now,
however, have plans to present rock con-
certs at the Academy and said there would
be “problems” if Delsener tried to run

OLYMPIA — The State of Washington

Lemongello
Enterprises has been sued for non-
payment by Triad (Cash Box, 8/21), the

company which handled the television

promotion and mail orders for the cam-
paign to expose singer Peter Lemongello
and sell his record album. According to the

source, if the agreement is made official, it

would result in an out of court settlement of

the lawsuit.

Unhappy About Press Coverage
The source continued that a meeting was

held on September 18 between Triad and
Lemongello Enterprises, including the

original seven investors in the singer's

career. Parties close to Lemongello had
previously told CB that the singer was un-

happy about the press coverage the matter

was receiving. This was one of his main
reasons for cooperating in the tentative

agreement, according to our source. The
meeting, which lasted five and a half hours,

resulted in a tentative agreement which
called for the payment of “all outstanding

charges” incurred by Triad on behalf of

Lemongello Enterprises. These charges in-

clude television advertising time, supplies

of materials and post office charges,
among others. One concession made by

Triad was that a substantial portion of the

agency commission would be forfeited by

the media company.
In a related development, the office of the

Attorney General of the State of New York
last week obtained a commitment from
Lemongello Enterprises to fill all out-

standing mail orders for the record albums
by August 20. Lemongello’s lawyer, Sandor
Frankel, said that because of the dispute

with Triad, Lemongello Enterprises had
been unable to obtain a list of the unfilled

orders. The company has now obtained the

list and has agreed to fill the orders.

Gain In 2nd Qtr.
NEW YORK - Both the S.S. Kresge Com-
pany and the J.C. Penney Company repory

ted increases in earnings for their second
fiscal quarters ended July 28. Kresge had a

41.2% increase for the second quarter,

which boosted the half year figure by

66.5%. Penney showed a gain of 17.3% in

its 13 weeks to July 31 and a whopping
218.9% rise for the 26 week period.

Kresge’s net income for the second
quarter amounted to $58 million, compared
with $41.1 million, for the quarter to July 31,

1975. Sales for thecompany were up 19.9%
to $1.99 billion. For the 26 weeks, Kresge’s

net income was $100.9 million, up from

$60.6 million a year earlier. Sales advanced
22.1% to $3.67 billion. During the first quar-

ter, 65 K-Marts were opened, 35 more than

a year ago, bringing the total for the year to

115 stores. Another 110 K-Marts are

scheduled to open in the third quarter.

Penney’s net income in the 13 weeks to

July 31 totaled $30.9 million. This contrasts

with $26.4 million a year ago. Sales were
$T.84 billion, up 7.5% from $1.71 billion last

year. This lifted the six-month volume by

1 1 .5% to $3.57 billion from $3.2 billion. Net

income for the 26 weeks climbed to $60.8

million, from $31.5 million a year earlier.

Women In Business:

Barbara Skydel Of Premier:
Femininity An Asset

NEW YORK — Barbara Skydel is the vice

president of Premier Talent, one of the

leading contemporary music booking
agencies. As vice president, she is second
in command only to Premier founder Frank

Barsalona. She is the responsible agentfor

Earth, Wind & Fire, Emerson, Lake &
Palmer, Peter Frampton, Jethro Tull, Roxy
Music, Robin Trower, Yes, Steve Miller and
Southside Johnny and the Asbury Jukes,

among others. Ms. Skydel spoke with Cash
Box recently about her experiences as a

woman in the music business

Training Programs Closed
The biggest problem for women trying to

become agents which she saw when she
was starting out was the lack of women in-

volved in the training programs run by the

agencies. Young men would start by work-

ing in the mailroom and work their way up
to full agent status, she said. However,
“There were no women in the mailroom. I

don’t know if that is still true.” She got her

start through a relative who worked at what
was then ITA. She stayed there through

various mergers and then went to work
arranging tours for Peter Nero. From there

she went to CEA, the college entertainment

buyer, and then to Premier. She joined the

company as a "secretary/assistant” with

the assurance that there was room to move
up. “I was becoming more assertive, and
after about nine months Frank Barsalona

tapped me on the shoulder and asked me
to be his assistant.” She was made an agent

shortly after that and four years later was
made vice president. Of that rise to the top

she said, “I just listened to Frank — we
worked in the same office — and worked
very, very hard. I feel that if someone is

aggressive and wants something and
works hard for it, everything is possible."

She added that she tried to incorporate

whatever job she was doing into her educa-
tion as an agent. “If I was typing a contract, I

made sure I understood what it meant."

She added that “being a woman might’ve

helped me — it was so offbeat for a

promoter to talk to a woman agent. It

shocked them; many of them said, ‘You are

the first woman agent I’ve ever talked to’

and they were definitely pleased.’ There is

one other woman agent at Premier, Jane

Geraghty, who has been there for aboutfive

years. Ms. Skydel was asked why there are

so few women agents in contemporary
music. “The whole contemporary music
thing happened so fast, I guess that those

who were on the spot were the ones to get in

on it. Also, years ago women thought of

themselves as secretaries— that’s what the

times dictated. If you didn't rise above that

predestination, you didn’t go anywhere.
Also,” she added, “it is a matter of evolu-

tion. Where do agents come from? From
the ranks of managers and promoters and
the like. How many women managers or

promoters are there?” she asked.

Men Not Seen As Enemy
“I am probably the opposite of the Ms.

magazine idea of a woman in a man’s
business," she said, adding that she is wary
of the women's movement. “It has been
beneficial, it has helped out in many cases,

but it can go to extremes. I'm all for it as far

as fighting job discrimination and getting

equal pay goes because women have been
continued on pg.

Capitol Records'
director of international marketing had
launched into his “silent salesman" pitch,

extolling the necessities of the in-store

merchandising campaign.
Having spent fourteen years working

domestic sales, Petrone is naturally in-

clined to exercise his knowledge as it ap-
plies to the new position which he has oc-

cupied barely five months. At the moment,
he’s planning a merchandising talk which

Because Motown is sold over-

seas, too. And Arista, and so on. In addition,

these countries also have their own natural

roster of domestic artists.”

Thus, Petrone arranges his slide show
and verbalizes his thoughts in preparation

for the passing along of vital information —
the impulse purchase ... the extension of a

common theme as opposed to numerous
conflicting images which tend to confuse

the consumer . . . the importance of

They’ve remixed (in English!) all their

top cuts, with Queen’s producer Roy
Thomas Baker presiding,and the result

is“Gasolin’”: in any language, an album
of highest-octane rock. (They’ll be
touring this fall.)

At Epic, the success stories never
seem to stop. Take STARCASTLE.
Since they came to us, they’ve had an
enormous debut album; saturation

airplay; they’ve signed with Premier
Talent; they’ve toured as“special guest
stars’’ with Jethro Tull, Fleetwood Mac
and other top-draw acts; and, they go
into the studio next month (with Roy
Thomas Baker) to cut their second
album, “Fountain of Light.’’

The mark of a right-thinking record
company is its ability to separate the

genuinely innovative from the merely
weird. We put BOSTON on the plus

side of that line, as the most original

new sound to come our way in a very,

very long time. Created by Tom Scholz
(who holds a Master's degree from
MIT), Boston is“better music through
science,” and it has to be heard to be
believed. Believe it: a LOT of people
are going to hear this album. “Boston.”

From the supremely technologic to

the supremely melodic: JIM PETER1K.
Songwriter, singer, and leader of the

late great Ides of March, Jim’s got a

solid following in the Midwest, where
he does a lot of touring. He’s also got a

head full of beautiful songs, and some
of them appear on his new album,
“Don’t Fight the Feeling.” Toxey French
produced.

Ladies and gentlemen, the other
winning candidate from Georgia—
MOTHER’S FINEST. Five solid years
of intense touring made them the hot-

test stage attraction south of the

Mason-Dixon Line. We thought it was

high time the rest of the country got
Atlanta-ized. Pure, high-intensity rock

and roll with a kick-like white lightning

—on stage or on their current LP,

“Mother’s Finest/ this is the music being
heard in every state of the Union.

An Epic and its associated labels, we

ask a lot and we give a lot. And it

isn’t Drop City if a new artist doesn’t
instantaneously exceed our hopes.
We believe in everybody we sign (if we
didn't, they wouldn’t be on the label).

We give them the time they need to fill

out and we back them up all along with

about 1000% of our best efforts. With
that kind of support, nobody stays an
underachiever around here for long.

Prime example of the care we take:

MINNIE R1PERTON. Her first album
did conspicuously well, but what we
were after was “colossal,” and we knew
we could get it. We released a single,

and another and another, and then it

clicked and “Lovin’ You” made that

very big breakthrough. And neither

Minnie nor anybody else around here

let up for a minute. She’s in the studio

again right now— so look for another
dazzler later on this fall.

Somebody else who benefits from
this kind of attention is JIMMIE
SPHEERIS. His previous albums broke
very big in some very important
markets that he’s been building every
time out, and we’re all set to take him
over the top with his upcoming album.
Add KINKY FRIEDMAN, another estab-

lished, steady seller. The mad Texan’s

about to be ropin’them in with “Lasso
from El Paso.” Two artists with two
very different targets: we make sure

the aim’s dead on.

The name of the game: Potential and
what to do with it when you find it.

Somebody who knows exactly what
Epic can do is TED NUGENT, the

Prime Manipulator himself. Young Ted
came to us last year with twelve albums
under his guitar strap, a career that

stretched back a decade or so, and
more potential than any other com-
pany could stand . We worked very

closely with Ted (who is that rare

creature, a true pro) and with his man-
agement, to the intense gratification

or all of us and millions of rock fans

besides. Ted’s Epic LP has since sold

more than all 12 of his previous ones
combined. In September: A new one,

“Free-For-All.”

Talk about potential: RICHARD
SUPA is ft. He’s a gifted songwriter
(Tom Jones, Gladys Knight), a singer,

a musician, and a member of the

Leber-Krebs fold. He’s also recorded a

brilliant first effort called “Life Lines.”

All the elements, in short, for some
very significant success—we take
from there.

If anyone had a line on the best com-
pany to go with, you’d figure it’d be

somebody who’s really been around
—a session man, say, now recording
his first album for himself. Somebody
like HERB PEDERSEM,a premier
studio musician from L.A. who’s played
on more hit albums for more super-
stars than probably anyone else
around. We told him it was time to step
out from behind those other people.
One debut album, coming up.

A new album called “Close-Up”
brings BONNIE KOLOC into sharp
focus. The lady from Chicago has a
lean, clean sound, mixing pop with jazz
and rock with scat and coming up with
something very special. Definitely a
grand lady of rock in the making.

Which brings us to the hottest new
act anyone has going at the moment,
WILD CHERRY. Their production com-
pany Sweet City was the one that came
to us. They’d heard we were the best
around for sales and distribution. We
broke them first on black radio,
spread them to top-40—and ended up
with bullets in all three trades, sales
figures nobody can believe . and a
guaranteed top-five tune that’s look-
ing hard at the #1 spot. Their first

album is outselling every single on
the street except one: their own.
The trend for white music making

it on black stations is skyrocketing—
the only place we’d ever consider
being is out front, setting the pace.

GILT BY ASSOCIATION
Epic doesn’t have a monopoly on im-
pressive success stories, though. The
method that works so well for the
parent company-and for the artists
—carries right on through to our
associated labels.

At BLUE SKY RECORDS, the word is

new directions.JOHNNY and EDGAR
WINTER, than whom few people are
more together, are even more together
than usual for their first joint effort.
The brothers Winter share star billing,
musical and production chores for an
album that has to be a standout in two
particularly lustrous careers. It’s called

“Together,” of course...EDGAR
WINTER’S partners for his next solo
album are perhaps even more intriqu-
ing; GAMBLE & HUFF. This album is

still in the studio/songwriting stage,
but get ready for it.

The man for whom the term“white
blues” was invented will be producing
the first Blue Sky album by the man
who practically invented the blues in

the beginning. JOHNNY WINTER pro-
ducing MUDDY WATERS—Muddy’s

just signed to Blue Sky. (New artists

aren’t the only ones who feel better
with us behind them.)

“I mages” is DAN HARTMAN’s first

Blue Sky effort, but he’s no novice.
Lead vocalist/songwriter for The Edgar
Winter Group, composer of “Free Ridel’
co-producer with Edgar of “Jasmine
Nightdreams,” Dan’s a master of melody
—strong singles expected here.
And the DERRINGER gang doses it

out, with the loud, tight, bright, young,
raucous, irrepressible spirit of rock and
roll. “Derringer” is the new album by
the hottest new band on the road this
year.

Britannia still rules the air-waves, at
least if VIRGIN RECORDS has any-
thing to say about it. MIKE OLDFIELD
reminds everyone just how talented
he really is With the release on Virgin
of his magnificent first album, “Tubu-
lar Bells.” (That’s the music that did
so much for a little film called “The
Exorcist.”) Mike outdid even himself
on the follow-up album, “Ommadawn”;
every time you play it, you hear some-
thing new.
Any band coming out of Liverpool

deserves particular attention, but
SUPERCHARGE would catch interest
if they came out of nowhere. And
they’re very far indeed from nowhere.
They play R&B with a sense of
humour,’ and if they keep on going the
way they’re going, they just might end
up even bigger than the.. .well, fill it in

for yourselves; the Liverpudlians al-

ready did. Album is“Supercharge”-d,
too.

And BOXER, the band that’s knock-
ing everybody out for the count, first in

their native England, now here in the
States. The big one-two punch: Boxer’s
first album “Below The Belt,” followed
by their just-completed“Bloodletting”
—heavyweight music from a champion-
ship act.

The big news at CARIBOU
RECORDS is a Very Important S
DENNIS WILSON, of America’s most
legendary band, could have gone any-
where for his first solo project. He came
to us because we don’t rubber-stamp
our acts—and because we can make it

happen for an artist whether he’s an
international superstar or somebody
just starting out.

New on Caribou: JAMES VINCENT,
i here are a lot of people who have been
called “virtuoso guitarists,” but James
redefines the words. His first album for
us is Space Traveler’’— he was signed
and nurtured by James William
Guercio and Larry Fitzgerald, and they
should know.

In the studio again: L.A. EXPRESS.
You loved them on their triumphant
tour with Joni Mitchell, and you loved
them even more on their previous
Caribou album—whatever happened
to all those people who didn’t think
they liked jazz?

Some of our biggest success stories
ever are called PHILADELPHIA
INTERNATIONAL, TSOP, T-NECK and
INVICTUS RECORDS. New acts off to
flying starts, established acts re-

energized and hotter than ever, and an
audience that’s widened to include just
about everybody— it’s all here.

Before they brought T-NECK to us,
for instance, the fabulous ISLEY
BROTHERS were a musical byword—
but they hadn’t sold more than a
quarter-million albums total in their
long career. Now they average five
times as many albums, every time out
—and there’s another LP on the way
that’ll up the averages even more.
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Over at INVICTUS RECORDS, the

CHAIRMEN OF THE BOARD tell the

same story: A well-known black group
who found that we could put them in

front of a whole new audience without

losing their regular following. And they

came up with a huge hit single, “You’ve

Got Extra Added Power in Your Love.”

That kind of thing happens all the time

around here...

The PHILADELPHIA INTERNA-
TIONAL Story features ARCHIE BELL

PIR’s choice was PEOPLE’S
CHOICE— and enough people chose

It Any Way You Wanna” the first gold

single for the TSOP label. Two big

albums, more to come.
Promote from within—GAMBLE &

HUFF have the imagination and the

people to bring it off. DEXTER
WANSEL was a staff musician, playing

keyboards for the inimitable MFSB.
Word got around; now Dexter’s own
debut album, “Life on Mars," is building

up sales, airplay and underground
support from here to the Red Planet.

And BUNNY SIGLER has to be the

PIR in-house Renaissance man. He
produces, arranges, writes songs
(O’Jays, Spinners, Harold Melvin,

Archie Bell), and has a list of credits a

mile long. He also has a new album,
“My Music,” his second for Philly. An
artist as involved in the music business

as Bunny needs a record company as

involved in the art as we are.

Which brings us to KIRSHNER
RECORDS. The story here: KANSAS,
the band that’s sold over three quarter

million albums between the Rocky
Mountains and the Appalachians.A
band that tours is a band that sells

records—and Kansas is on the road
forever...when they’re not in the studio

working on their next big one,

“Leftoverture.”

When DON KIRSHNER and JEFF
BARRY get together, things happen.

Bjg things, like The Monkees,The
Archies... This time they’ve discovered
LISA HARTMAN, the lady from
Houston with the strong, sweet,

straightforward voice. The album:“Lisa
Hartman.”The new single: “Kentucky
Rainbows.”The future: very, very bright.

That’s our success story, past, present,

future. It’s the reason our established
artists stay with us and the best new
talent heads for us first: Because we
put the same effort into maintaining
our successes as we do into making
them.

Another music-biz veteran who ap-

preciates what we do: ELLIOT
RANDALL, one of the most sought-

after—and versatile— guitarists around,

having played with: Steely Dan.Sha Na
Na, Ramsey Lewis, Frankie Valli, the

Rochester Philharmonic, the Alvin

Ailey Dance Theatre. ..well, you get the

idea.

FTC’s Warranty Guidelines Incomplete;

Magnuson-Moss Act Rules Provide Snag
by Rebecca Moore

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Although rule-

making hearings were cancelled two weeks

ago, the Federal Trade Commission (FTC)

Is moving ahead in its implementation of

the Magnuson-Moss Warranty Act.

Manufacturers of stereos, radios and

tape recorders, as well as buyers of those

products, will have to wait a little longer for

all the new warranty guidelines to be out.

The FTC has already adopted rules govern-

ing disclosure of warranty terms and condi-

tions, pre-sale availability of written

warranty terms, and mechanisms for infor-

mal dispute settlement. These standards

go into effect December 31.

Rule Definitions

Still to be decided are rules defining por-

tability of products, designating warranty

terms in advertisements, and calculating

depreciation deductions for refunded

products.

The Magnuson-Moss Warranty Act,

enacted January 1975, requires manufac-

turers providing “full warranties” to meet

certain federal standards. The Act defines

"limited warranties” as those that do not

meet federal standards. The Act also

authorizes the FTC to set guidelines for

manufacturers and consumers in order to

help them meet the federal criteria.

Hearings on proposed depreciation

deduction rules were cancelled because of

minimal comment. “There were very few

comments on this rule,” observed FTC at-

torney Dierdre Shanahan, who drafted the

rule. “It is complicated.”

Limited Application

The proposed rule provides a

mathematical formula by which manufac-

turers can calculate a deduction based on

depreciation of the article if they have to re-

fund a customer’s purchase in cash. Since

refunds are required only if a manufacturer

cannot repair or replace the item, the

deduction has a limited application.

While the rule is not controversial ac-

cording to Shanahan, it does get into the

sticky area of defining the “useful life” of a

product. Insurance company figures

provided by the FTC give stereos, radios,

and tape recorders a useful life of 10 years,

and a depreciation in value of 10% each

year.

“Manufacturers don’t want to get into the

area of useful life,” says Shanahan,
“because there is an implied warranty in the

useful life figure.” If a manufacturer says a

Returned Products

Rules on portability are still in the

developmental stages and hearings are

"quite a ways off,” according to another

FTC attorney, Gary Laden. Laden's office is

trying to determine what are reasonable

and unreasonable conditions imposed on a

consumer when returning products under

warranty.

Senator Magnuson pinpointed the

problem of portability when he noted:

“Consumer anger is expected when
purchasers of consumer products discover

that their warranty may cover a 25-cent part

but not the $100 labor charge or that there

is full coverage on a piano so long as it is

shipped at the purchaser’s expense to the

factory . .
.”

Laden said that his office is waiting for a

National Bureau of Standards study on por-

tability. “Once we get the official results

we'll decide where we want to go.” Laden
added they have consulted with a number
of people in the scientific community.

Warranty Designation

The FTC is about midway through its

proceedings on rules for advertising of

warranties. The Commission is currently

looking at ads and talking to advertisers as

well as with consumers and marketing ex-

perts, reported Rachel Miller, the FTC at-

torney working on warranty designation.

Present guides against deceptive ads on

warranties, adopted in 1960, require that

the major terms of the warranty have to be
disclosed. “The big problem we’ve had is

that they require a great deal of informa-

tion,” claimed Miller. "Advertisers either

ignore them or run complex ads. We’re
looking for a middle ground,” she said.

Consumers and manufacturers will be
able to breathe a sigh of relief when the FTC
does find that middle ground. The new
rules should prevent rip-offs by both par-

ties.

LOS ANGELES — English songwriter
Richard Kerr, who co-wrote "Mandy,” the

million selling single recorded by Barry

Manilow, has a new ambition. He wants to

perform songs as well as write them. Kerr

saw his goal become a reality two months
ago with the release of his first album for

Epic Records, “Richard Kerr.’’ The
songwriter-turned-performer recently

commented on the album’s release to Cash
Box, noting that he has relocated to Los

Angeles and will continue his close
association with Irving-Almo, his

publishing company.
Biggest Break

In his nine years as a songwriter, Kerr

described his biggest break in the business

as “Mandy.” In England, he and co-writer

Scott English originally penned the tune

and called it “Brandy,” but had to change
the name to “Mandy” because the title con-

flicted with an already existing song. The
record sold in excess of four and a half

million copies and was a number one
record on U.S. charts. Helen Reddy recor-

ded another Kerr tune, "Somewhere In The
Night” and although there were five cover
versions of the song, including Kerr’s own,
Reddy’s version went to #14.

Major Dept. Store
Chains Release
July Sales Data
NEW YORK — The nation's major retail

chains showed mixed growth in July. The
pattern suggests that shoppers are now
more prudent than they were at the beginn-

ing of the economic recovery. Many chain

results trailed those posted in June and in

the first half ended in July.

Sears Roebuck & Co. reported sales in

the four week period ended July 31 rose

5.5% from July 1975 to $1.18 billion. This

compared to a 7 . 3% June gain and 8.4% in

the 26 week period.

S.S. Kresge had a July gain of 24.3% with

sales of $576,982,000, compared to an ad-

vance of 21.7% in June and a first half gain

of 22%.
J.C. Penney reported record July sales

of $562 million, but the advance of 6.1%
trailed the June advance of 7.1% and the

first half 10.4% gain. F.W. Woolworth had

peak July sales of $311.1 million, up 13.5%.

This compared to a 10.2% rise the previous

month and 12.6% gain in the first half.

Montgomery Ward & Co. reported a

0.7% decline for July with sales of $270.5

million. The company showed a 4.4% rise in

June and a 5.7% gain in the 26 week period.

May Department Stores reported a gain

of 8% vs. 7.3% in June and 8.4% for the first

half: Zayre Corp. down 1.5% vs. a rise of

10.1% in June and 5.3% in the half, and Vor-

nado Inc. minus 4.2% compared to an 8.5%
June rise and a 5% gain for the half.

Very tasty

orchestration and some bright horn work coupled
with the very clean production chops of Don Davis

augur well in this melodic LP. The emotional tenor of

the album is far reaching: it runs the gamut from the

up-tempo movers like “You Don’t Have To Be A Star

and the title track. A very pleasing effort.

This exemplary effort by D. J. Rogers is subtly

funky and bears a very strong undercurrent that

moves forcefully along via the tight rhythm section

which is ably backed by some fine vocals.

Hall & Oates have proven time and time again
that they are masters within the growing musical
genre called blue-eyed soul. On this outing, the duo
displays their characteristic good taste and
dynamite song-writing capabilities on tasty tunes
like “Back Together Again” and “Rich Girl.”

Producer Christopher Bond’s string arrangements
lend the perfect edge to the funky rhythms that have
come to be associated with the Hall & Oates sound.
Many tunes on this offering are destined to become
the recipients of extensive play in the AM, FM and
R&B markets.

These three dynamic ladles are indeed “Beauties
In The Night.”

overall feel of this LP, which is bound to be well-

received in the R&B, pop and FM progressive
markets.

This set is an amalgam in that much of it

appeared in earlier Checker LPs but the last side is

all new and done live in Chicago. In addition there

are no fewer than eight titles issued only on singles.

New York Telephone marketing
manager Ray Baxter explained the phone
company’s proposal. "The answering
device will help to reduce the volume of

calls our network will have to carry,” he

noted. “The recording will tell the caller that

he did not win and to not call back.”

Reimbursement
According to Baxter, one way to assure

that listeners do not call back to jam the

lines even more is to charge for all calls to

the recorded message. “It reimburses us

for use of the network. Something had to be
done," Baxter related. “People picked up
telephones while these contests were being

run and couldn’t even get dial tones. We’re

just trying to avoid needless calls.”

Baxter said the New York network phone
lines were never set up to handle the sud-

den impact usage resulting from radio sta-

tion call-in contests. “Ten thousand calls

may be generated at one time," according

to Baxter, “but the broadcaster will only be
responsible for paying for ten lines. We’ll

furnish the additional lines, but someone
has to share in the cost.”

Experiments
Experiments were conducted using the

answering devices at some radio stations

last year. "WXLO was very cooperative,

along with other stations,” he explained.

“We did two tests. The first trial proved the

equipment worked. The second provided

us with the methodology to make broad-

casters look like their telephone use was
just like an ordinary businesse’s use
because we provided the extra lines to han-

dle the increased usage in a normal man-
ner. In other words, the broadcaster was
not incurring a cost unequal to other

businesses’.” Baxter said that the cost of

providing the service will bring down the

amount of revenue made from charging the

public.

Charles Herndad, an information super-

visor in public relations for New York
Telephone, added, “Everybody should be
able to make and receive the calls they want
to. When people couldn’t get through to

hospitals and other places because they

couldn’t get a dial tone, something had to

be done.”

Misinterpretation

Both Baxter and Herndad reiterated that

no customer would ever be charged for a

busy signal. “This was a misinterpretation

picked up by the media but it’s not true,”

said Baxter.

Cash Box contacted other radio stations

who were also protesting the proposal.

WHN’s program director Ed Salamon com-
mented, “We’re unhappy with it, obviously.

It doesn’t seem to be an equitable means of

sharing the cost.”

WNBC's general manager, Perry
Bascom, noted, “We have joined with

WABC in filing a petition before the Public

Service Commission. We are taking the

same stand as WABC and are requesting

relief from this proposal.”

More Revenue
Bascom also mentioned that the phone

company has the option to allow long dis-

tance calls, rather than message unit calls,

to sweep through the answering devices,

creating even more revenue for itself. “It's

also going to affect our public affairs

programming. Should customers who call

in on those shows be charged as if they

were playing a contest?" questioned
Bascom.
WXLO general manager Rick Devlin said

his station has filed a separate petition

against the proposal, also. “We’re definitely

gonna fight it,” said Devlin.

Public Service Commission spokesman
Francis Rivett told Cash Box that the filings

by the radio station were “in hand." He
noted that the Commission hadn’t had time

to act on it yet because “our staff is still

analyzing the proposal itself and the radio

station petitions. The staff will either accept
the phone company proposal and submit it

to the Commission, turn it back to the

phone company for revision, or order a

hearing before the full Commission,” said

Rivett.

Time Needed
The enactment date for the phone com-

pany proposal is September 5. But, ac-

cording to Rivett, another postponement
seemed likely because the tariff and rate

division of the Public Service Commission
would need time to decide what course to

take.

As New York Telephone battled for

enactment of the proposal and New York
radio stations petitioned against it, the fight

continued. Theoutcome won’tbeclear until

September 5.

751 copies sold as compared to 387 the

week before.

"The
Beach Boys Great Concert,” a $2.49 list

album, released in September, 1972, also

on Pickwick, climbed to #95 from #160.

Sales for the current week were 422 in con-
trast to 240 a week earlier.

Four Pickwick Albums Appear
“Vibrations,” another $2.49 list album on

Pickwick, released in October, 1974,
achieved the #202 position, 51 places
higher than the previous week. Sales clim-

bed from 156 to 225. “Surfer Girl,” released
in September, 1973, is the fourth Pickwick
album to register substantial sales move-
ment, jumping from #389 to #229. Sales in-

creased from 136 to 206. “The Beach
Boys,” released in February, 1970 on
Springboard ($2.98 list), reflected similar

sales strength as sales increased from 94 to

148 and list position increased to#322from
#452.

Six-Month Sales Totals

Six-month sales totals at the Heilicher

operation for each album are: “Endless
Summer” 15,499; “Highwaters" 7,180; “The

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A New Album From
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Elton John
MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC — For

nearly three hours the Elton John ex-

travaganza and traveling circus show
transfixed a delirious crowd. Multiply that

scene times seven sold-out performances
over eight nights and you have an inkling of

the experience that laid seige to rock ’n'

roll’s premiere showcase during its longest

continuous occupancy by any musical at-

traction.

The stage show itself was remarkably

subordinated to the music, which is rare for

a Garden show and even rarer for John,

considering the fact that incessant show-
manship has paralleled his meteoric rise to

megastardom. As a result, the audience

was afforded faithful recreations of a range

of John-Taupin songs (mostly from “Honky
Chateau” and subsequent LPs) by a

superbly paced septet of musicians.

Still, sufficient elements of the pomp and
glitter that have invariably surrounded this

group remained to satisfy those who
remembered previous tours. The stage was
adorned in a series of flashing multi-

colored lights that resembled an oversized

jukebox. As the house lights dimmed, John
appeared in his highly publicized "Statue of

Liberty" robes, which he shed quickly (his

only costume change until the encores),

GREEK THEATRE, L.A. — Complete with

lighting effects that made their set resem-

ble a railroad crossing, the Commodores
express roared into the Greek Theatre last

week, picking up passengers for a night of

total entertainment. The Commodores
have noticeably been improving their stage

show since the days of “I Feel Sanctified”

and ‘‘Machine Gun.” Although
choreography was held to a minimum, the

energetic lead vocalist struted over the en-

tire stage area, constantly wooing females

on key lyric lines. Commodores vocals,

whether singular or collective, are ex-

tremely expressive and they lend that sin-

cerity that allows audiences, without reser-

vation, to interact with the funky action on

stage. The group’s three newest releases,

“High On Sunshine," “Close To You” and
“Sweet Love" (a song the group dedicated

to Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.), sparked the

audience to stand and sing along on
familiar verses. “Fancy Dancer," spotlight-

ing the brass as one of the group’s
strongest sections, had people in the aisles

adding bumps and sways to the Com-
modores’ rhythmic and vocal excellence.

Four bazooka-like barrels placed at the

edge of the stage spewed confetti over the

audience for one tune; later, the group
tossed fan club imprinted frisbees to the

audience, causing near-pandemonium.

UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEATRE, L.A. —
Despite a bad cold, Barry Manilow
managed to deliver a professional and ex-
citing show last week at the Universal
Amphitheatre.

Manilow ran the gamut of his many
talents. He sang all of his hits (one was sur-

prised by the long string), threw in his com-
mercial successes ( real commercials —
Pepsi, MacDonald's), and introduced his

backing group Lady Flash to an ecstatic

audience.

The show was paced wisely. Manilow
came out dressed in a suit that was ob-
viously the product of some rock designer's
imaginative daydream. He immediately set

up a good rapport with the audience, and
his fine ear for arranging and production
had dictated a smooth-working orchestral
backup unit. The strings were never over-
bearing; they truly enhanced the music.
“Mandy” was certainly a highlight of

Manilow’s lengthy concert. The reading of

the tune was intimate; the singer displayed
unusual concentration for a pop artist.

bounding over to a glass-topped multi-

i ghted piano to strike up the opening
chords of “Grow S6me Funk Of Your Own.”
From that moment, he remained at the

piano for all but three numbers: the opener
a frenetic 15 minute version of “Hercules"

highlighted by a fine guitar solo by Caleb

Quaye; and the title track of his first LP,

“Empty Sky,” during which he leapt on top

of his piano to pose, to the delight of a

cheering crowd.

Whereas most concerts are constructed

to achieve a carefully conceived
crescendo, John was seemingly able to

create moods instantaneously, through

each song in his immediately recognizable

repertoire. Amidst the din created by
“Benny And The Jets," “Saturday Night’s

All Right For Fighting" and the Who’s “Pin-

ball Wizard" were interspersed such af-

fecting songs as “Someone Saved My Life

Tonight," Leslie Duncan’s exquisite “Love
Song" and a beautiful solo piano version of

his first major hit, “Bordor Song.”
An additional high point of the evening,

as if one were needed, was the appearance
of Kiki Dee, who performed their recent #1
single “Don’t Go Breaking My Heart” with

John.

an encore, clearly demonstrating that the

Rhythm Heritage is just what the name
implies — rhythm. The group that made
“Theme From S.W.A.T.” a radio success
brought the tune to life before a full house at

the Greek. The group’s brass section is

totally in tune with what makes people
move. The excitement this group
generates, along with the type of cohesion a

show must exhibit to be a success,
provided an opening set that proved
Rhythm Heritage is here to stay.

The second half of the show saw Manilow
suited up more casually, in a successful at-

tempt to recreate the New Jersey bar
scene. (The plastic swordfish hanging on
the piano was a good touch.) Manilow is a
surprisingly good keyboard player and he

The real surprise of the evening,

however, was Lady Flash. This superb
female vocal trio handled the backup
chores well, but it was eminently clear that

Manilow will soon have to engage in some
serious talent scouting. Considering its two
solo numbers — “Street Singin’ ” and the
Holland-Dozier-Holland tune “Nowhere To
Run” — Lady Flash will no longer be able to

accept second billing. The theatrical
background of the three is well-known: they
project well, and with tremendous energy.
One wonders what might have happened if

they were permitted to do more than just

those two numbers. They might have stolen

the show.

counter. Moving into specifics, Petrone

points out Capitol’s desire to develop ar-

tists around the world. Currently, the label

has a number one LP in France with

Kraftwerk, and two singles (by Dr. Hook
and Tavares) high on the British charts.

Overseas Momentum
''We're moving,” Petrone enthuses.

“ The Best of Helen Reddy' has gone gold

almost everywhere in the world and now
we're involved in a vast campaign for her

newest album. Our overseas label

managers have laid out a whole program.

From television to mass-merchandising.

We try to keep the momentum going by

supporting them with film clips, advertising

and promotion as they need it."

One label manager Petrone deals with is

Maxine Schmidtt, who handles the Capitol

line in France through Pathe-Marconi.

Schmidtt spends about half his day listen-

ing to music — especially back-catalog —

from which he picks and chooses for

French release compilation albums, such

as “Rock ’n’ Roll By The Capitol Tower” or

the re-release of an old Gene Vincent

series, albums still in their original jackets.

The bulk of Schmidtt’s concern is

"breaking the record.” Two promotion men
from Pathe-Marconi work the radio sta-

tions, freeing Schmidtt to know his record

stores inside-out. Although T-shirts and

promotional plans are often supplied from

the U.S., Schmidtt spends a good deal of

his time brainstorming and tailoring

merchandising displays to his particular

market. Schmidtt’s high-hurdle is the im-

port stigma.

The Import Stigma

There are five major record stores in

France. Three are part of the F.N.A.C.

chain, a low-price LP outlet fashioned

loosely after Tower Records. The other two

stores — Lido Music and Champs Disque

— are “very expensive,” offers Schmidtt.

These two stores owe their high-price

structure to the fact that they offer imported

American LPs as early as two days after

Stateside release, often making it difficult

for a French pressing to compete. Ac-

cording to Schmidtt, imports are popular

both because of the snob factor and the

feeling by some that American pressings

are of higher quality. Once the product is on

the import racks, contends Schmidtt,

French consumers will swoop down,
purchasing as many as 2,000 rock albums
in a three-day span.

But why the competition with import

records?

“We're more interested in having a hit

record around the world pressed by each

different country, ” answers Petrone. “Then

it becomes their hit — they manufacture

Capitol product and make it their hit. Also, if

a record is imported, it doesn’t count as a

sale, which reflects on the charts. In other

words, if you import a record into the United

States and it gets picked up by the FM sta-

tions, the trades will enter it on the charts.

Unfortunately, in most of the other coun-
tries — particularly in England — an import

does not count for the movement of an LP.

So what we want is our American artists

pressed there, sold there, counted there,

charted there, becoming a hit there."

Communication, Coordination

In daily touch through Telex, then, and

once-a-week by telephone, Petrone tries to

coordinate release schedules for the best

possible results for domestic artist releases

in foreign markets. In return, Petrone is

supplied with material and information

from overseas acts which are scoring with

the American market, acts such as Sweet,

Status Quo, BeBop Deluxe and Steve

Harley. The function of the international

department, maintains Petrone, is to pre-

sent artists throughout the world — and that

works both ways.

“I think,” philosophizes Petrone, “that

anytime you have a language barrier, you

have a challenge. Of course, one of the

prime themes that keeps all countries tied

together somehow is music. Bui even

beyond that, it’s finding the right music.

“Ruby,” “Tell It All Brother,” “Heed The Call,” “Reuben James,” “Someone Who Cares”
and "Something's Burnin’,” made the group chart-toppers on a regular basis.

The First Edition also became top concert and television personalities, appearing on
over 70 television shows.

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Murphy Miffs Local Va. Officials;

Chips Away At ‘Smiley Radio’

LOS ANGELES — Pat Murphy, better

known to his WEEL, Fairfax, Virginia

audience as “Murphy In The Morning,”

wakes his listeners with more than just a

happy smile and friendly chatter. He calls

local politicians “stupid” and causes
phones to ring in county government of-

fices by suggesting that his listeners should

call about matters they think are unfair.

Murphy researches listeners' needs and
problems, talks about them on the air,

directs comments at everything from utility

companies to the city council, and has

become the most controversial air per-

sonality in the market, which covers greater

Washington, D.C.

Not Doing The Job
“WEEL’s license says we are to be in-

volved in the community,” Murphy noted,

“and that’s what I’m doing in this market . . .

getting involved. Radio has not been doing

the job it’s supposed to do. The com-
munication of ideas on the air is not just an

announcer wishing good morning to his

listeners and providing them with the time

and temperature.”

Murphy called that approach “smiley
”

radio. “I’ve got audience participation.

When people begin to find out there’s

someone on the air who cares about them
and their problems, they respond. I feel my
job is to help right some wrongs and to do
that people have to get as involved as I am.”

Priorities

Two recent issues, both exposed on the

air by Murphy, resulted in warming some
local collars. The morning host confronted

a supervisor from the Fairfax Fire Depart-

ment about its understaffed crew. Pointing

out that the city had too many city arbiters

and not enough firemen, Murphy asked the

supervisor what his priorities were. “He had
a sense of humor and a temper,” noted
Murphy, “which made for a great show. All I

did was merely point out the deficiencies in

the system and we succeeded in getting

more firemen, although the city budget said

no more could be afforded.

Heat Purposes

“Lights are left on in the Massey Building

(a county government building) all night.

Government bigwigs who occupied it told

me the lights are left on for heat purposes. I

asked a lighting engineer, who had
designed a similar building in Arlington, to

come on my show. He explained that the

building in Arlington had gone bankrupt,

by J.B. CarmieSe

partly because lights had been left on con-

tiniously. That caused some phones to

ring,” continued Murphy.
Explanation

If Murphy gets an irate telephone
customer on the line complaining about his

phone bill, he’s apt to call the phone com-
pany on the air asking for an explanation.

“Radio has shielded people from the very

essence of surviving because we’re all

afraid to get involved. I look at my job as a

lifestyle of helping people, not just a job.

You get out of it what you put into it.”

Murphy claimed WEEL’s management
was responsible for a great part of his “free

reign.” “Anything I’ve said, they've backed
me up because they know I’ve researched

it. They wanted someone involved with the

community and I’ve given them that.” Sta-

tion advertisers don’t stand on middle
ground, they either hate or love Murphy.

“For every sponsor that has cancelled,

we’ve had ten more that specifically re-

quested to be on Murphy’s show,’’

remarked Greg Pearson, WEEL general

manager. “The sponsors feel that people

tune in to hear what Murphy has to say. The
reasoning is that listeners will pay close at-

tention to their advertising messages since

Murphy’s already gotten their attention.”

Rebuttal

Pearson noted that the power com-
panies had refused to buy any time on the

station since Murphy had held the morning
slot. "They've also turned down offers to

come on the show and rebut his points,”

Pearson continued. “There have been a few

other sponsors who have cancelled, but the

station’s gross sales are up 83 percent in

the first six months of this year as com-
pared to the same time period in 1975, and
Murphy’s certainly a big part of that in-

crease.”

“He has the ability and candor to get on
target with satire,” echoed Jack Casey,
WEEL’s program director.

Assistant

Pat Murphy now has an assistant who
helps him research material to back up
what he says on the air. "We have to spend
every minute looking up things that I talk

about but I don’t say it unless I can prove it.

You might even classify me as a politician

on the air. People vote for me by listening to

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24SHBOX R&B
Programmers Claim LP Only Black Radio Airplay Increasing

LOS ANGELES — Over the past few years,

black AM radio has been including more
album cuts in its programming, to go with

its steady diet of singles. Albums are now
playing more of a major role, to the point

that in some black AM radio stations they

are the dominant factor. This change might

be attributed to the fact that black

audiences are becoming more
sophisticated, due to the influence of black

radio. Because of the economics involved,

the audience/consumer has learned the

money-saving advantages of purchasing

one album that he knows will possibly con-

tain up to three singles. For whatever

reason, the fact remains that the black

audience has changed somewhat in its

listening habits. Since the black AM radio

station wishes to increase and maintain its

audience, it continuously re-vamps its for-

mat accordingly. Several black stations are

in the process of making these changes.

The Switch

Keith Adams, program director of KDIA
in San Francisco, recently made the switch

to all album programming. Adams feels

that this change in programming gives him

the flexibility and versatility he needs to

maintain his station’s audience. Since the

18 to 34 demographics are KDIA’s primary

consideration and constitute the major por-

tion of the album buying population, the

station began exploring the possibility of in-

creased LP programming some time ago.

Even though the station has changed to all

album programming, the change is not as

drastic as it sounds. Adams lists approx-
imately 35 to 40 albums, with a special

category for 'meaningful’ singles without

album backup. Basically maintaining the

same sound, Adams told CB this change
was just a matter of re-defining the source

of the selection. The album, as opposed to

the single, is now the source of the selec-

tion. Based on the fact that albums outsell

singles as much as 14 to 1 in the San Fran-

cisco market in many case, Adams felt

these changes in programming a must.

In his quest to keep abreast of current

programming trends, Jerry Walker,
program director of WTMP in Tampa main-
tains a list of approxiamately 25 albums.
Walker feels that while his station is leaning

very heavily in the direction of albums, the

single is very instrumental in drawing atten-

tion to the LP. His primary concern is to play

the best music for his audience, conse-
quently he would never ignore a ‘good
single.' Walker told CB that singles alone
are incapable of maintaining his audience,
and has caused him to cut back on his

singles list in favor of more album cuts. To
make his audience more aware of product,

he identifies album product as such, and

Records has been magnanimous. He will

be missed greatly, and after 20 years of

friendship, I can only wish him the best.”

Sheppard will serve as president of

Bunky Records, which will operate in

association with Ju-Par Records. Ju-Par is

headed by John “Juney” Garrett, chairman
of the board, and Richard Parker, vice

president of creative division and artist

relations. Headquarters for the label will be
temporarily located in Detroit, but will even-
tually relocate in New York. The label is ex-

pected to be acquiring a list of new artists,

and will be independently distributed.

Sheppard first formed Bunky Records in

1967 and the label had two big hits, “Get On
Up” and "Get On Up And Away" by the Es-

quires. It was distributed by Sceptor-Wand
Records, and then in 1969, Sheppard
ceased his association with Sceptor-Wand,
and since that time the label has remained
dormant.

Top Twenty

In his quest for the sophisticated black

audience, Frank Barrow, program director

of WAOK in Atlanta, programs approx-

imately 20 albums in addition to his singles

list. His philosophy is brief and to the point.

Barrow says he has been playing album
cuts for years, so the LP trend in black radio

is nothing new to him. Barrow said, “A

program director should simply play the

best music for his market whether it be an

album or a single.”

Sonny Taylor, program director of

WWRL in New York, was also emphatic In

his brevity: "Unless the audience notices a

lot of unfamiliar product, they won’t know
you are playing album cuts until you tell

them. I feel a program director must be ex-

tremely careful in making such a decision,

because my basic duty is to play what my
audience demands.” Taylor maintains a list

of approximately 26 album cuts in addition

to his singles list.

Manufacturers

From the manufacturers peint of view,

the trend towards increased LP programm-
ing in black radio is a veritable blessing.

The possibility of increased exposure of

new talent as well as burgeoning sales of

established artists was looked upon with

anticipation by several key record ex-

ecutives.

Harold Childs, vice-president of promo-

tion of A&M Records, feels all album
programming is the best thing that could

happen in black radio. Childs feels that

black and white consumer buying habits

are now more sophisticated because the

consumer is aware of the value of purchas-

ing one album with ten cuts over one single.

Unfortunately, due to a stringent singles

programming format at many of the na-

tion’s top 40 stations, their lists don’t reflect

album sales in the manner that black radio

does. Because black radio exposes more
cuts from a hit LP than top 40, Childs feels

they are becoming more important to the

manufacturer than ever before.

Otis Smith, vice-president of R&B
promotion of ABC Records, said he is very

much in favor of the change to all album
programming. Smith feels the artist gets

more exposure on black radio, hence
greater career development. In the past,

record companies rarely released albums
by black artists, sticking almost exclusively

to the singles approach. Obviously, this

provided for very little career development
for the black artist. As this situation is

changing, more and better album product
is being released on the black artist, and
since radio is constantly hungry for “good”
product, of course they are playing more
albums.

Marketing Too!

Tom Draper, vice-president of marketing
for black product with Warner Brothers,

calls the single an “extremely important

marketing tool.” The single/album com-
bination is an extremely important one in

obtaining maximum artist exposure and
album sales. Even though the album is the

greater money-maker, rather than the
single, both are of equal importance.”
Draper feels the trend to all album
programming is simply due to the more
sophisticated listening/buying habits of to-

day’s black consumer.
Jerry Griffth, west coast regional promo-

tion manager of Columbia Records, said he
feels very positive towards the stations that

are making the move toward all album
programming. Griffith remarked “Colum-
bia Records is an album oriented company,
so stations that make the move to all album
programming can only mean good things

for his company.” Griffith feels one of the

major reason stations are playing more

Watters Win In

Trademark Case
BALTIMORE — The Five Platters Inc. won a

decision in federal court here concerning

infringement and unfair competition
resulting from the use of their registered

trademark, “The Platters,” by the New Cen-
tury Platters, a group formed by drummer
Bernard Purdie and others. The case was
tried before a six-man jury and Judge
Stanley Biair, who ruled that the “substan-

tial similarity” of the two names constituted

probable deception of the consuming
public.

Industry Witnessing New Approaches
Marketing Black Artists In 1976
LOS ANGELES — The record industry is

currently generating gross sales in excess

of 2.3 billion dollars, according to the RIAA,

or close to 4 billion if you read Fortune

financial magazine. The black artist ac-

counts for approximately one third of this

figure, which does not include 'revenue

from performances.

The industry has come a long way since

the days when the term “race record" was
applied to any product by a black artist.

In a survey of over twenty-five industry

personnel CB sought to examine the lot of

the black artist in 1976 in the areas of: label

support, radio, promotion, booking and
management.
We encountered two distinct points of

view among the label executives,
managers, promotion people and
promoters we spoke to. Some felt the in-

dustry had come very far indeed. Others

thought there were still inroads to be made.
Negotiations Based On Talent

Most of the label executives questioned
expressed the opinion that discriminatory

policies did not affect their decision to sign

an artist or influence the particulars of con-
tract offers in any way. Consensus was that

negotiations for all artists, regardless of

color or market, are based on the same ar-

tistic and business considerations. Talent is

the decisive issue.

“Show business may be the one industry

where there are absolutely no color lines,”

said Neil Bogart, president of Casablanca
Records. “There is no such thing as black

or white when you talk about a record. It’s

the quality of the product,” Bogart added.
Lome Saifer, current director of artist ac-

quisition at Columbia Records who will be
joining the new west coast CBS label this

fall as vice-president of A&R, agreed. “We
place a great deal of emphasis on the uni-

queness of an artist, not their color. Our
negotiations are based on the strength of

the particular artist,” commented Saifer.

“And let’s face it," Otis Smith, vice-

president of ABC Records remarked ear-

nestly, “record companies do not want un-

happy artists. If a successful artist feels he
has been treated unfairly, the label runs the

risk of losing a money-maker they’ve spent

corporate dollars on and worked hard to

build.” Smith placed responsibility for a

good record deal on the artist’s manager
and attorney. Their knowledge of the

business is of prime importance. Many
represent more than one type of client and
know what deals are being made for their

white artists and “would not tolerate in-

equitable ones for their black clients.”

Contrasting Thoughts
Those who’ve sat on the other side of the

negotiation table had contrasting thoughts

on the subject. Certain managers spoke
very highly of the labels they have worked
with and had never encountered any dif-

ficulties they felt were of a discriminatory

nature.

Steve Allen, vice-president of Buddy
Allen Management, The Spinners'
management company, has found Atlantic

accessible and supportive of the group.

“They have been one thousand percent

behind us all the way. I believe their ap-

proach is to develop and expose “talent,”

regardless of ethnic labeling. We work very

closely together,” Allen commented,.
But James L. Tolbert, Lou Rawls’ attor-

ney and a manager who has represented
black clients for over thirty years, feels that

a double standard still exists. “This inequity

may not affect a group as established as the
Spinners are at this point in their careers,

however the difficulties of negotiations at

any label are compounded for an unknown
group if they are black.”

Double Standard
"There is a subtle, psychological level of

double standards at many black as welt as
white run labels,” observed Tolbert. “When
an unknown black group, let’s say from

southern Los Angeles, is given what I

believe to be a poorer contract than the one
offered an equally statused white act, they

are under more sociological pressure to

accept it, even if their gut feelings and ad-

visors’ words tell them it is inequitable.

“Black companies, who are even more
aware of this pressure, often use it more so

for their own gains. It calls for a more astute

approach to negotiations.

“There is also a tendency,” continued

Tolbert, “for these groups to rely on inex-

perienced, neighborhood advisors in their

initial negotiations. By the time they realize

what’s happened the deal has been signed.

At that point no one can help.”

Manager J.W. Alexander, who has
represented artists from Willie Hutch to the

late Sam Cooke, has also encountered the

problem of double standards and has
found it necessary to represent his black

clients more convincingly to a label. He
uses what he laughingly calls “subterfuge”

to get around it. Alexander’s attitude

as white product.”

Analysis

The move by Lieberman highlights a

basic axiom of the music business, quite

simply ‘different strokes for different folks.’

Rather than seeking to impose his

sophisticated computerized system on a

business incapable of absorbing it, Lieber-

man chose to allow the business to flourish

in its natural habitat. The nature of Lieber-

man Enterprises and Jim Taylor’s Sou! City

One-Stop are in diametric opposition.

Whereas Lieberman can afford to wait until

top 40 product can become nationally

recognized, Taylor and other black one-

stop owners like him cannot afford the lux-

ury of national chart certification before or-

dering product. In this case at least a

meeting of the minds has been attempted.
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Industry Viewing Variety Of Of Black Mktg. Techniques
seemed to epitomize the theme of un-
mitigated determination Cash Box found
evident in many of the black professionals

we spoke to.

Separate Departments
One sore spot that many representatives

encountered was pointed out by John Levy,

an attorney and manager who currently

represents Nancy Wilson: “Every label

seems to have separate promotional
departments for R&B and pop artists. Black

artists usually fall into the R&B heading, no
matterwhat their musical direction. I always
found it curious," remarked Levy, "that an
artist like Nancy Wilson was placed in this

category.”

A few of the managers CB spoke to felt

that black artists are getting an even better

deal than white acts. Ron Strassner,
manager of Parliament, Bootsy's Rubber
Band and New Birth, thinks there's a new
trend in music: "Record companies are

recognizing that black music is experienc-

ing an exciting and big change, expanding
into what I call “black rock,” said Strassner

with conviction. “The impact upon the in-

dustry is similar to that made by
'Woodstock' years ago. The labels are anx-

ious to strengthen their black rosters to be
part of it. There are so many different types

of black music and audience tastes that it’s

getting harder for those who used to lump
all black artists together to ignore it. As a

manager, I’ve noticed a lot of things chang-

ing the last two years. Black music is a vital

and growing market."

Audiences are leading this trend towards

declassification, in the opinion of Joyce
Bogart, Donna Summer's manager. "Even

though Casablanca, Donna's label, has

always been aware of the broad scope and
appeal of black artists, some industry per-

sonnel were not. Audience demand and
buying tastes are turning those heads
around.”

Al Ross, manager of the Sylvers, thought

certain labels were slower than others in

recognizing this change. “I’m new to the

record industry," Ross noted, “but it seems
to me that some labels are more supportive
of equally or less statused white acts. Some
people think the ‘English invasion’ is still

where it’s at and respond accordingly when
it comes to sponsoring press receptions

and promotional ventures.”

Same Contract

Lee Young Jr., general counsel of ABC
Records, informed us that ABC uses the

same contract forms for pop, country and
R&B acts. Contracts may follow the same
form but percentages, advances and
promotional budgets are negotiable. CB
found that much controversy exists around
the promotion of product by black artists.

Radio, always the industry’s prime road-to-

gold, is still a powerful vehicle for exposure
and sales.

Most of the individuals CB spoke with

placed great value on “crossing-over.”

Aside from selling more records, “cross-

overs” make it possible to achieve a wider

audience, and thereby build an artist’s

strength and longevity. The latter is, of

course, a universal industry goal.

Nikki Randall of Capitol Records market
research division recently compiled
statistics on R&B/pop "cross-overs." Her
research showed that of the top ten records

that appeared on the R&B charts in 1975,

only one did not cross-over. Of the total of

two hundred and twenty-four records that

appeared, only twenty-eight percent did

not cross-over to the pop charts. “Those
that didn’t make it,” said Ms. Randall, “were
largely regional R&B hits and were low

ranking on the R&B chart list."

It seems to be common practice among
pop stations to wait until a “black sound”
record has reached a certain position on
the R&B charts before going on it. Con-
sensus is that labels have accepted this and
promote their black artists first on R&B sta-

tions.

Salter Disagrees

Columbia’s Lome Saifer disagrees with

this approach. “It’s not the color of the artist

that determines how we promote a record

at CBS, it’s the sound. We must also realize

that R&B is a big, important market in itself.

Many white artists, like Boz Scaggs, AWB,
David Bowie and Elton John have looked to

cross over into it, and done so successfully.

Some records just have a certain feel to

them,” Saifer noted.

Otis Smith mentioned that pictures of the

artist are not sent out with ABC’s DJ
records. Smith felt that programmers listen

to the music. They know that many white

listeners tune into KDAY and KGFJ (two

black L.A. stations ) because they like

music and want to attract these listeners as

well.

But Sid Maurer, manager of Brass Con-
struction and B.T. Express thought that in-

dustry logic deems it necessary for a black

artist to prove himself strongly on the R&B

albums is the fact that the album product

has so greatly improved in the last few

years, a trend which he sees continuing.

In summary, there has not really been a

drastic change in black programming, sim-

ply a gradual evolution to more sophisti-

cated attitudes. Record companies are

naturally interested in making money, and
the sale of album product does exactly that.

Consequently, the more exposure album
product gets on the air, the more sales can

be generated. Development of an artist’s

career and the life of the album is depen-
dent upon the single, so by no means is the

single on its way out. Yet with the increased

Limited Playlist

And Al Ross wonders why quality, across

the board product has to wait 8-10 weeks to

break R&B before being properly
promoted on pop stations. “I’ve gotten the

impression that certain stations have
limited playlist space allotted to each per-

former. We recently had a situation where
the new Sylvers’ single ‘Cotton Candy,’ was
not put on pop stations because 'Boogie

Fever’ was still on rotation and getting

heavy requests. But when an artist like

McCartney or the Doobie Brothers is hot,

the singles flow one after another. The
j

Sylvers are a bunch of really hard working
j

kids. They appeal to all markets and
i

deserve a chance to develop that poten-
j

tial,” remarked Ross with emotion.

Scott Shannon, vice-president of promo-
|

tion and media at Casablanca Records and
a former Atlanta DJ and programmer, ex-

plains that many pop stations only add one
or two black records a week. He said the

reasoning is that pop stations, from the
j

term “popular,” deal with a wideformat and
|

audience and don’t wish to oversaturate

their listeners with too much of any one
sound. Diana Ross or the Fifth Dimension

J

are not considered “black sound” artists.

He also added that the black market has a
|

more solid buying base and so there are I

many less turnable hits than in the pop
market.

Reorganization

Recently Motown Records, a primarily

black rostered label, initiated a special pop
promotion reorganization to break artists

on a broader level. And in an effort to con-

centrate maximum promotional efforts,

some new companies are experimenting

with a method whereby a record is

promoted on all stations in a region as soon

as it hits R&B locally.

Many of the managers and promotion

persons felt that even though quality and

continued on pg.

Leoma Ballard has been an operator

since about 1947 when she entered into the

business with her husband, establishing

the firm now known as Belle Amusement
Company, located at 1701 West DuPont
Avenue in Belle, West Virginia. Upon her

husband’s death, a short time after the firm

was organized, Ms. Ballard continued in the

operating business "of necessity," as she

said, to earn her living, but just as impor-

tantly because she happens to love the

business.

It is immediately apparent in her attitude

and conversation that being a woman has
neither been a handicap nor a particular

advantage in her work. She is an operator

(“with no gender attached totheterm”)who
works very hard at maintaining an efficient,

smooth-running route.

The size of the Belle Amusement route

has diminished somewhat as a result of ur-

ban renewal and interstate. “We went from
1 20 stops to 75, with the loss of about 45 in

the city of Charleston alone,” Leoma said,

“however, this has not manifested itself in

reduced revenues for our operation. I’m

happy to say our income has not suffered.”

Leoma adheres to the 50/50 location

split, and when Cash Box asked if this

arrangement was sufficient to offset ex-

penses her reply was, “Maybe not, but I

don’t know what to do about it since a loca-

tion’s economic problems are often similar

to those of an operator. It is true the current

cost of equipment is higher than it was and
our total operating expneses have in-

creased, but taking into consideration the

fact that many locations are faced with the

same dilemma, I don’t believe I’ll alter the

50/50 split at the present time."

The pricing on her route is predominan-
tly 2 for 25<t and the equipment line consists
largely of coin-operated amusement
machines; with the phonograph being the

Belam Campaigns To Save Caribbean Pool
NEW YORK — R.H. Belam Co., Inc., leading exporters of commercial pool tables, recently

launched a campaign in the Caribbean area to reverse the current wave of negativism in

the press towards pool tables.

In recent months, several articles calling for a ban on pool tables have appeared in

Caribbean newspapers and magazines, most notably in the areas of Barbados and
Trinidad; and it is in these two countries Belam has concentrated its defense efforts.

In Barbados particularly, pool tables were compared to gambling devices in articles

published in the major local newspaper, the Advocate News. Taking exception to the "un-
fair linkage” of the terms Belam’s vice president Robert Haim issued a strong rebuttal

which was published in the paper. “We must strongly object to the nature of the editorial

which does not give specific complaints against pool tables," he wrote, “other than stating

they ‘have been attracting large sections of the unemployed.’ Pool is a sport and
recognized as such throughout the world with official tournaments, rules, etc.," adding that

it "is an extremely inexpensive sport to participate in and, therefore, will be enjoyed by all

different kinds of people.”

This past June, Mr. Haim and U.S. Billiards sales manager Len Schneller held an exhibi-

tion in the Trinidad capital, Port of Spain, and got first hand knowledge at that time of

proposed legislation to prohibit the importation of pool tables into Trinidad. Shortly

thereafter, the campaign was launched.
“The situation in both Trinidad and Barbados is expected to be resloved in the coming

weeks,” Haim said. "Local distributors are most pleased with the influence Belam’s cam-
paign has had on the situation and ail are optimistic for the future of pool tables in the

Caribbean.”

“backbone” as Leoma is quick to stress. “I

have a jukebox in almost every one of my
locations and its earning capacity is as

good today as it was when I first started out.

It is especially effective in some of the

smaller locations where there's space for

maybe one or two pieces of equipment, and

one of those pieces must be a jukebox.”

She compared the merchandising of music

with that of most other consumer products,

stressing the fact that to sell it she makes
certain the jukebox is clean, in good ap-

pearance and top working condition. Also

that it is programmed properly with the kind

of recorded product location patrons want
to hear. She changes records every other

week, averaging about four new records

per week on each phonograph, which
brings her weekly record purchases to

around 300. Selection guides include one-

stop recommendations, trade charts and
location requests.

Pool tables are also very profitable items,

she said, with exceptionally good earning

power. “My locations fall into three
categories," she said, “taverns, teenage

places and private clubs. If I were to single

out the two most popular, big earning

pieces on the route, they’d have to be
jukeboxes and pool tables.” Cash Box
asked if the current tournament craze was
in evidence at Belle Amusement and
Leoma indicated that her personal ex-

perience with tournaments was rather

limited with the exception of a few small

location events, but nothing too
widespread at the present time.

She believes very strongly in replacing

equipment and considers the practice to be
a key factor in maintaining a profitable

route. “Buying new equipment is part of our

policy of putting a good portion of our
profits back into the business, which I feel is

very important. Although we don’t buy in-

discriminantly,” she added, “we do feel we
must replace when it becomes necessary;

only we are very selective in our buying
habits. As long as we're talking about new
equipment I’d like to express a personal

gripe about some of the new pieces we get

which sometimes require several hours of

service work by our own personnel to

correct faulty wiring and such before place-

ment on location. A lot of time could be
saved if new equipment reached us in per-

fect working order.”

Referring to the recent MOA survey
revelations about the need for more service

programs in the industry, Leoma said she
didn’t feel the responsibility for instituting

such programs should rest entirely with

MOA. “I think it should be a joint venture,"

she said, "shared by all levels of the in-

dustry. The factories and distributors are to

be commended for the fine service schools
which have been held on a regular basis.

I’ve attended many of them myself and lear-

ned a great deal from them. Maybe the pre-

sent program hasn’t provided total
coverage but it is most assuredly a step in

the right direction and, as operators, we
should take full advantage of what is

available to us.”

Her concluding remarks centered on the

importance of industry associations and
her personal endorsement of them, on both
the national and state levels. She has been
a member of MOA since she started in the
business and has also served in several

capacities (secretary-treasurer at present
with her local group, the West Virginia

Music & Vending Association).

Leoma Ballard is a hard working
operator, admittedly very “determined”
and “dedicated” in her efforts, who believes
very strongly in her industry and un-
hesitatingly contributes in time and service
to its betterment.

total agreement at the time the album was
recorded, I feel now it was a little lush in

arrangement.

Kerr has had over four hundred
recordings of his songs, and has es-

tablished a name for himself in English and
American songwriting circles. Asked if he

would use other writers' songs on future

albums, Kerr noted, “I’m just not very in-

terested in singing other people's songs. I

want to continue writing and performing my
own material.”

American Response
Richard Kerr, the songwriter-turned-

performer, now begins to try to make his

mark on the American music scene as a

singer. His vocal style has been compared
by some to that of early McCartney. He
awaits the American response to his initial

Epic LP, but hopes that he will be accepted
j

as a singer, not just a writer. Epic Records'

“strong belief” in Kerr, and the songwriter’s

approach to turning lyrics into his own
musical interpretation of the words he

writes, will both be determining factors into

his successful acceptance in this country.

"If a cross-over
comes, that’s fine,” ventured Strassner,

“But I don’t go out looking for it. There’s a

tremendous black audience out there to

appeal to.”

Discos Important
Discos have become an increasingly im-

portant area of development for the promo-
tion of black artist. Saifer gives them credit

for making it easier to break an R&B record

at this particular time.

As does Ms. Bogart who enthusi-

astically said, “Discos have made an in-

credible impact on the industry. Donna’s
first hit, ‘Love To Love You, Baby,’ broke
first in the discos as an unusually long cut,

and then spread across radio nationally.

Discos are bringing all kinds of people
together to dance and have fun. They’ve
contributed to making audiences more
aware of music.”
