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LP Cut Play Proliferates, Is Welcome. .

In recent weeks we’ve noticed a growing number of top 40 radio

stations playing album cuts, as reported in the Cash Box Pop Radio

Analysis. And the album cut play, in most instances, has preceded the

issuance of the artist’s single by margins of a week or two or more,

thereby giving added exposure to music that might not normally have

been played as long or as quickly.

Frankly, we applaud thetrend. Recognition by top 40 stations (whose
playlists have generally shrunk to 30 and below) of the value of album
cuts is long overdue. For in many cases, there is more good music on an

album than the one cut that eventually comes out as a single. And
furthermore, that music deserves play even if it isn’t available in the 45

RPM genre.

We could be a little self-righteous about this trend, and chastise radio

stations (again) for their tight playlists, reluctance to play more music,

failureto play new artists, etc. Wecould say, “It’s about time and it’slong

overdue.” Instead we’ll say that we’re glad to see the proliferation, pray

that it continues, and hope that top 30 radio stations have (finally?)

recognized the ongoing value of playing album cuts.

In fact, many artists who currently have singles on the Cash Box top

100 singles chart received airplay on their album-cut-released-as-a-

single before it was released. And there is no doubt that “Stairway To
Heaven,” still unreleased in single form, is one of the most popular

songs of all time — single or not.

But more important is the recognition on the part of the industry of the

value of album cut programming. Stations going after the older demo-
graphic, even if it’s only later in the day or at night, have realized the

value of programming album cuts from the best selling albums. There

are obviously more than two or three good cuts on “Frampton Comes
Alive” — and they deserve play.

Where this trend will lead is anybody’s guess. Hopefully it may pre-

cipitate regular album cut programming by pop radio stations, because
they recognize the value of using album cuts to attract the 18 +
audience.

And that will be welcomed by the record industry, which has long

believed — and correctly so — that album cuts should be and can be

properly programmed, on any radio station in the country.

Columbia Remains # 1 Charted Label In Nov.;
CBS Overtakes WEA, Due To WB Decline

Handleman Net
Down, Sales Up
In 2nd Quarter
CLAWSON, MICH. — Earnings of the Han-

dleman Company declined $Vi million in

their second quarter ending October 1,

1976, from the comparable second quarter

period in 1975, on a sales increase of ap-

proximately $2.5 million. This continues the

lower earnings Handleman has exper-

ienced in their recent quarters.

Quarterly earnings dropped from $1.6

million last year to $1.4 million this year as

sales rose from $33.0 million last year to

$35.7 million this year. In the six month
period, earnings dropped from $2.4 million

last year to $1.9 million this year. Sales in

the same six months rose from $54.6

million to $66.4 million this year.

Handleman’s figures include those of

their Siebert’s subsidiary, acquired July 1,

1975, which are reflected in the 1975
figures from July through October.
Siebert’s figures, included in the above
totals, are earnings of $234,000 and sales of

$9.6 million in 1975, with a drop in earnings

to $76,000 and an increase in sales to $16.1

million for the same six month period in

1976.
After Taxes

After provision for income taxes, net

earnings for the quarter dropped from

$764,000 last year to $695,000 this year. For

the six month period, earnings after income
taxes dropped from $1.1 million to $937,-

000 this year. Earnings per share dropped
from last year’s 1 8<t to 16ct this year in the

second quarter; six month earnings drop-

ped from 26<t to 21 b per share.

Wallichs Plunges
Into Discounting
With $3.66 Sale

by Ken Terry
LOS ANGELES — Wallichs Music City

plunged into record discounting with a

vengeance (see Cash Box, November 27)

by advertising a dozen front-line releases in

the November 21 issue of the Los Angeles
Times for $3.66/$4.86 tape. This figure is

three cents below the lowest sale price that

currently prevails in the Los Angeles
market.

“If we’re going to go (discount), I’d like to

be the lowest for three cents,” explained

company president Clyde Wallichs. “We’ve
gone total discount, competitive with every-

body (in the market). And we’re not going to

stay at that price. Between now and
Christmas, we’ve got two pages a week run-

ning (of print ads), and then after that we’ll

raise our prices on advertised product only.

Our shelf prices ($4.96 for $6.98 list

releases) are competitive to everybody
else’s.”

Wallichs declared that he had no inten-

tion of promoting any label sales at $3.66.

On the other hand, he said, Wallichs would
continue to promote top-selling releases in

its ads. “If you don’t advertise hot product,

you’re wasting your advertising bucks.”

Casablanca Claims
90% Sales Increase
LOS ANGELES — Casablanca
Record and Filmworks has announ-
ced 4th quarter sales for the
recording division of $7,412,000 as
compared to $3,912,000 for the
corresponding quarter in 1975, an
increase of 90%. Domestic sales for

the fiscal year ending October 31,

1976 were $25,976,000. There may
be a substantial addition to that

figure when foreign income is ad-
ded.

NEW' YORK — Columbia Records remains

the most charted label for the second
month in a row, according to the Cash Box
label chart share analysis for November.
Among the top 20 labels overall after

Columbia, Capitol moves from #3 to #2,

RCA moves from #4 to #3, Warner Brothers

drops from #2 to #4 and Epic and the

Associated Labels move from #6 to #5. The
only company new to the top 20 overall list

is 20th Century, which enters at #17.

CBS Over WEA
Overall, the CBS Record Group received

more chart positions than WEA, reversing

the 1-2 positions of last month, as CBS ac-

counted for 454 chart positions, while WEA
dropped to 405. A weaker showing by War-
ner Brothers was responsible for much of

the decline, as the label dropped from #1 to

#5 in pop singles and #4 to #6 in R&B
singles, which contributed to the drop from

#2 to #4 overall.

Further confirmation of the drop of WEA
from 1 to 2 as a result of the Warner Bros,

fall off can be found by comparing the

average number of each company’s
records on the charts for the two months.

NEW YORK — The Christmas selling

season for records and tapes got under

way across the nation this week with heavy

concentrations of print ads in seven of the

20 major markets surveyed.

Additionally, pre-Christmas sale an-

nouncements and/or sales on Christmas

albums were included in print ads in 11

markets: in Atlanta at Rich’s and Zayre’s; in

Baltimore at Korvettes; in Boston at The
Coop; in Chicago and in Cincinnati at

Zayre’s; in Detroit at Korvettes; in In-

dianapolis at Ayr-Way; in Los Angeles at

Licorice Pizza; and in New York,
Philadelphia and Washington at Korvettes.

Christmas Supplements

$40,000 over last December's. However, he

added, “We don’t consider this supplement

to be as strong as the one last year because
it doesn't include sale merchandise. Last

year's supplement had sale merchandise in

it. This year we only indicated that records

marked with a gold star (in our bins) are

sale merchandise.”

Mail-order customers, who will not be

able to order these sale items this year, are

the main target of the ad supplement, Hess

stated, since the absence of specific titles

on sale in the catalog could limit the sales

increase at Rich’s for the Christmas
season.

Copyright Renewal Date
Looms As Crucial Issue

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The Copyright Of-

fice is seeking comments on a proposed
date current copyright holders may first

give notice of their intentions to renew or

terminate contracts with publishers. Com-
ments are due by December 15.

The new copyright law gives an extra 19

years to copyrights in their second 28-year

term. When a copyright has expired, the

owner has five years to give a two-year

notice of his or her intention to reclaim ex-

ploitation rights, but the new law also says

an owner cannot file notice before Jan. 1,

1978.

Crucial Date
For some copyright owners, or their

heirs, the earliest date they can file their two
year notice is crucial. Copyright, renewed
each ye# by Congress since 1962, has

already used up many of the extra 19 years

of life.

If owners can file notice before 1978 —
and thereby reclaim the copyright before

1 980 — they may have an extra year to milk

their work before copyright time is up.

At this point, no one is sure if a notice

filed with the Copyright Office this Decem-
ber will mean that an owner can renew or

terminate his or her contracts in December
of 1978, the earliest date after the two year

waiting period. The Copyright Office is pro-

viding notice forms and is accepting such
notices. But it is not making any promises.

CB Radio Craze: A
Threat To Broadcasters?
WASHINGTON, D.C. — It started out as a

fad, as a way to beat the system and avoid

the cops. It’s no fad anymore. Nearly three

years after the gas shortages that precipi-

tated the craze, CB radios are a million

dollar business. And that business has

regular radio broadcasters worried.

CB Threat

“The CB threat is far more serious than

the tape deck of a few years ago,” claimed

Murray J. Green, general manager of

WNOE/WFBQ, Indianapolis. “If drive time

audiences dwindle in forthcoming ‘books,’

look to CB as one reason.”

National Association of Broadcasters

radio info director Charley Jones notes: “I

have had conversations with a number of

radio broadcasters . . . who are unani-

mous in their conclusion that the new rating

surveys are going to show a substantial

drop in ‘in-car’ listening. With a CB unit in

the car, you turn off the radio.”

Jones' newsletter recently ran an article

on the “CB threat.” And Jones reports

K-tel Reports $1.1 Mil.

Loss In Net Income
MINNETONKA, MN. — K-tel International,

Inc. reported a net loss of $1.1 million for

the first quarter of fiscal 1977, ended Sep-
tember 30, compared with a net loss of $1 .2

million in the same period last year. K-tel

president Philip Kives attributed the loss to

K-tel’s seasonal summer slump, un-
deferred advertising and uncovered
overhead expenses.

K-tel’s net sales for the first quarter rose

23% to $13.2 million from $10.7 million last

CBs have created a lot of interference, or
noise, for TVs, stereos and tape decks as
well. Radio hasn’t suffered yet from the CB
noise. But “it continues to be a big prob-
lem,” said FCC CB radio staffer John Small.

Expansion

A major cause of concern to radio broad-

casters is the 40-channel expansion. This

summer the FCC added 17 channels to the

23-channel CB band, grabbing spectrum
from other low-power commercial users.

The expansion was aimed at relieving ur-

ban congestion on the CB band.

Although CB manufacturers must design

40-channel sets to meet new FCC technical

requirements, the commission is giving

special consideration to the manufac-
turers. The FCC lab is testing some 500
units for type acceptance (technical ap-

proval) with the promise that notification of

acceptance will be out before Jan. 1, 1978
— the earliest date CB manufacturers can
market the 40-channel sets.

Overwhelming Increase

The 40-channel expansion came in the

wake of an overwhelming increase in the

demand for operating licenses necessary
for broadcasting on CB. From 1958 to June
1975, the FCC processed 1.5 million license

applications. From June 1975 to June 1976
the commission was flooded with over
three times that number: 5.5 million license

applications. It’s currently four months
behind in processing applications.

Personal Use

CB is a two-way radio limited to personal,

rather than commercial, use. It’s a short-

distance, low-power radio with a 150-mile

continued on pg.

NEW YORK — Alice Cooper’s single, “I

Never Cry," at #9 with a bullet on this week’s
Cash Box top 100 singles chart, has been
on the street for an unusually long time.

Though the record has taken a close-to-

average 1 1 weeks to reach its position after

debuting in the top 100, an examination of

“Looking Ahead” in Cash Box reveals that

the single first appeared July 3 at #114, five

months ago.

Cash Box contacted a ramdom sampling
of radio stations which have just added the

record to ascertain some of the reasons
that programmers avoided the record for

an_ extended period, as well as their im-

petus for finally adding the single.

Reaction

A large category of radio personnel
reflected a feeling that stems from the in-

tense competition for airplay “I liked it but

there was nothing to support going on it,”

stated 98Q, Visalia’s program director,

John Shomboy, who waited eight weeks
before adding the record because of what
he recognized as an overabundance of

“Slow songs.” Jack Michaels at WCRO
(Johnstown) had also wanted to add the

record for about two months, but was hesi-

tant to go out on a limb. “Cooper had been
sort of cold,” he stated, “and I didn’t see
anybody on it. Everybody was afraid to add
it.”

Jeff Ryan at WTRY (Troy) echoed rumors
that Cooper’s recent history made him a

bad risk, and one programmer offered

evidence that for the month of July at least,

Ryan may have made a wise decision.

Steve York, music director of WAUG
(Augusta), indicated that when the station

“had first played the cut in LP rotation,

there was no action.” WAUG re-added the

record because it had picked up at some

NEW YORK — Russ Solomon, pioneer of

The pro-

motions are, Robertson said, “just things

that draw people into the store. That’s what
our main concern is, to get people into the

store.”

Album Give-aways

He gets people to go into Tower stores

primarily by utilizing album give-aways

over the air (where the winner picks up the

album in the store) run in conjunction with

local radio stations. Robertson plans to em-
ploy this strategy for the Christmas season,

giving away what he believes will total thou-

sands of WEA albums on major top 40 sta-

tions in various western markets.

Rock Music Awards, which aired Septem-
ber 18. “The TV show did more than

anything else,” stated pd Pat Martin of

WSPT, Stevens Point. Several other
programmers felt that television exposure
was a major factor in listener acceptance of

“I Never Cry.”

At this point the Cooper single does not

seem to be facing serious snags. Last week
it was sixth among radio active singles as

monitored by Cash Box, with 21 big jumps
and adds at WABC (New York), Q102 (Cin-

cinnati), KTLK (Denver) and KFRC (San
Francisco). Mike Lochran, md at KNOE
(Monroe), noted that the single ranked
number one in phone requests within a

week after it was added at his station, which
he had seen happen only with novelty

records up to that time.

First Home Videodisc Player

Demonstrated At NY Conference
NEW YORK — The impending videodisc

revolution moved one step closer to reality

with a gathering of interested participants

at a three-day International Video-Disc

Programming Conference held recently in

New York. Sponsored by Visiondisc Corp.,

which plans to produce and distribute

programs in all marketed disk formats, the

series of conferences and meetings was
highlighted by a demonstration of the first

home videodisc player system to be
marketed commercially.

Marketed in Germany where it was
developed by Telefunken Fernseh und
Rundfunk GmbH, the system has been

available since March 1975 for between

$510 and $610. However, a spokesman for

the company indicated that “we have not

been overwhelmed by success in the home
market.” Still, he revealed that sales have

been sufficient to warrant the continuation

of production. Disc prices have been

hovering at between 1 50% and 200% of the

price of an LP, depending on content.

Among features of the German system
are fast-forward and reverse mechanisms
enabling quick access to particular scenes.

Although the system is mechanical, com-
pany officials have declared that operative

discs are impervious to damage from con-

tact with the stylus.

Telefunken will be among an estimated

18 foreign firms vying for a share of the an-

ticipated multi-billion-dollar industry which

videodiscs will create. At least five

domestic companies, including RCA and
MCA, are expected to actively participate in

software and hardware production.

One observer noted that, with enormous
expenditures required to become com-
petitive in the industry, many companies
will either file bankruptcy or lose large

sums of money.

Title cut and first single from the bulleting LP, this of-

fering from the midwest’s up-and-coming rocker is

based on standard, emotive rock ’n’ roll chords played

on acoustic guitar, dressed up with keyboards, a soulful

backing chorus and of course Seger’s throaty voice. Can
only expand on a solid FM base with strong AM
possibilities. Debuts on the Cash Box top 100 singles

chart at #80 with a bullet this week.
JOHNNY RIVERS (Soul City 007)

Ashes And Sand (4:05) (Rivers — ASCAP) (Rivers)

Johnny Rivers has gone independent, reviving his

Soul City label as a conduit for his writing, performing

and producing talents. Sung in a relaxed style, this song
slowly builds to a peak, where Rivers brings out the

chorus with overdubbed harmonies and accented
rhythms. Impeccably produced by Rivers, this record is

for AM and MOR programmers.
DAVID LaFLAMME (Amherst 1007)

White Bird (3:33) (Halwill — ASCAP) (LaFlamme, La
Fiamme)
Remade by its original writer/performer from the

group “It’s A Beautiful Day,” the unedited album cut is

already getting frequent play on many FM stations. The
original version, in fact, never lost a certain degree of

recurrent status on many FM formats. Sure to break AM-
wise in this version.

TOMMY WEST (Lifesong 45017)
I Know (2:35) (ABC/Dunhili — BMI) (Dixon, Evans)

A beautiful old melody, performed with quiet in-

strumentation and a classic vocal arrangement by
Tommy West. For this single he put his production

talents to work, adding extra overdubbed fingersnaps,

string effects and a bass line for a beefed-up sound ap-
propriate to the AM waves.

KANSAS (Kirshner 4267) (Dist: Epic)

Carry On Wayward, Son (3:26) (Kirshner — BMI)
(Livgren)

Taken from the bulleting Cash Box top 100 LP,

“Leftovertures,” this selection begins with the chorus in-

troduced in rich a cappella harmonies, with solo verses,

tightly arranged instrumental passages and repeated
choruses powerfully backed by the instruments follow-

ing in rapid succession. Already receiving steady FM
play.

WILLIE NELSON (Columbia 10453)

Uncloudy Day (3:03) (Willie Nelson — BMI) (Nelson)

This single is extracted from Nelson’s LP, “The
Troublemaker,” and he’s living up to that reputation. He
sings of a fantasy land where the sun always shines, but

there’s always that common-sense cynicism in his gruff

voice. Nelson also has something of a reputation for

crossing from country to top 40. Produced by Arif

Mardin.

ABBA (Atlantic 3372)

Dancing Queen (3:50) (Countless Songs — BMI) (Andersson, Andersson, Ulvaeus)

Following a top ten success with “Fernando,” the international scene's masters of

pop music have come up with a song backed by a strong upbeat, in keeping with the ti-

tle. The hooks brought by lush vocal harmonies, as well as the reverb-soaked wall of

sound that distinguishes this group, are present. Major top 40 adds and the singles

chart are imminent.
JOHN DENVER (RCA 10854)

Baby, You Look Good To Me Tonight (2:45) (Cherry Lane — BMI) (Danoff)

An up-tempo, country-style song from the “Spirit” album, written by the Starland

Vocal Band’s Bill Danoff. Lyrically, the song has a refreshing earthiness, and Denver
gets to some spoken verses a la Johnny Cash. Denver remains a sure shot to top 40 and
MOR formats, as well as the Cash Box top 100 singles charts.

LYNYRD SKYNYRD (MCA 1948)

Free Bird (4:55) (Duchess/Hustlers — BMI) (Collins, Van Zant)

At this point Lynyrd Skynyrd can claim a successful tour, as well as a certified

platinum double LP, “One More From The Road.” This is that album’s most program-
med FM selection in an edited version, and it’s without doubt their best chance at break-

ing the AM boundaries in a big way once again. Debuts the Cash Box top 100 singles

chart this week at #56 with a bullet.

DONNA SUMMER (Casablanca 872)

Spring Affair (3:39) (Rick’s — BMI) (Summer, Moroder, Bellotte)

From the gold-certified, bulleting album, “Four Seasons Of Love,” this is the latest

from the lady whose original vocal style makes her something special among those

working in the disco idiom. Decorated with floating synthesizer and electric piano ef-

fects, this record has a catchy bass line that brings to mind the finale of the “Theme
From Mahogany.” A strong track record on the pop and R&B charts.

JAMES BROWN (Polydor 14360)

Bodyheat (Part 1) (4:05) (Dynatone/Belinda/Uni-
chappeli — BMI) (Brown, Brown, Brown)
A further refinement of the “Have You Seen The

Bridge” style which Brown created. The bass/bass drum
bottom occupies such a low register that it’s easier to feel

in your stomach than hear with your ears, while clavinet

and syncopated guitar chords ride the top. Mixed very

dry and up front, the lead vocal has a three-dimensional

presence. Instant R&B adds plus heavy disco play.

J.J. CALE (Shelter 62002) (Dist: ABC)
Hey Baby (3:16) (Audigram — BMI) (Cale)

An unusual single characterized by its deeply
whispered, multi-tracked vocals. A sort of soft shuffle

that uses all types of guitars for instrumentation,

acoustic, electric and pedal steel, with some funky horn
work as well. For AM and FM formats.

PARKER McGEE (Big Tree 10682) (Dist: Atlantic)

I Just Can’t Say No To You (3:06) (Dawnbreaker — BMI)
(McGee, Gibson)
McGee penned “I’d Really Love To See You Tonight”

for England Dan & John Ford Coley, and this singer-

songwriter’s own record bears his distinctive stamp as a

composer. This is a slower, more stately song, closely

arranged around piano chords that are the central focus.

SONS OF CHAMPLIN (Ariola America 7653) (Dist:

Capitol)

Here Is Where Your Love Belongs (3:05) (JSH —
ASCAP) (Champlin)
A decidedly pop song, sung in a blues-influenced style

and accentuated with a haunting string arrangement.
From the album “Circle Filled With Love,” this is aimed at

top 40 formats, though the Sons have registered a

degree of R&B crossover success in the past.

LATIMORE (Glades 1739) (Dist: TK)
Somethin’ ’Bout ’Cha (3:42) (Sherlyn — BMI) (Latimore)

Latimore stays in the mainsteam of black music by

making modern records without leaning too strongly

toward the fads. This single has a strong bluesy feel, both

in the music and the lyrics, though strings, electric

keyboards and brass figure in the craftmanship of this

Steve Alaimo production. Already getting heavy airplay,

this record debuts on the Cash Box top 100 R&B singles

chart this week at #84 with a bullet.

ROGER TROY (RCA 10851)

Don’t Put The Blame On Me Baby (3:00) (Sorn/Jellyroll

— BMI) (T roy)

By keeping the arrangement simple, this record’s total

production brings out Troy’s natural talent as a singer.

This is an upbeat song with a genuine R&B feeling, taken
from the “Roger T roy” album. Has a great deal going for it

that will attract both pop and R&B programmers.

BRASS FEVER (ABC/Impulse 31010)
Time Is Running Out (3:38) (Aandika — BMI) (Jackson,

Jones)

From the “Time Is Running Out” LP, instrumental

disco with a decidedly jazzy feel, no doubt due to the in-

fluence of producer Esmond Edwards. The long sax-

ophone solo is expertly structured and executed, and the

intro even adds a touch of the West Indian sound. Mainly

geared toward R&B formats, including the album-
oriented.

TOM JONES (Epic/MAM 50308)

Say You’ll Stay Until Tomorrow (3:32) (Dick James —
BMI) (Greenaway, Mason)

Capitalizing on the increasing easy-listening character

of AM radio, this popular entertainer is taking a carefully

timed stab at MOR and top 40 formats. A country ballad

might seem an unusual choice for an unmistakeable

voice that first became popular for its R&B quality, but

Jones has always been one to hitch with current trends.

CLINT HOLMES (Private Stock 126)

I Can Count On You (3:17) (Oceans Blue/Blackwood —

BMI) (Addrisi, Addrisi)

A melodic ballad in the pop-easy listening vein from
the man who brought you “Playground In My Mind.”

Holmes’ vocal is sincerely plaintive; the sound is big, with

orchestra arrangements by Charlie Calello, who joins

Joel Diamond in the production. The Sgt. Pepper-
baroque intro, employing recorders, harpsichord-like

guitars and wispy vocals, is a brilliant touch that’s very

pleasant when it returns.

MOTHER’S FINEST (Epic 50310)

Rain (3:22) (Tisra-Til— ASCAP) (Daniel, Seay, Kennedy,
Murdock, Moore, Keck)

The second single from the “Mother’s Finest” LP, this

record breaks out with actual thunder, exploding into a

tricky riff that exemplifies this group’s fusion of R&B and
hard rock. The emphasis is on power-chords, screaming

vocals and hooks carried by a very British-influenced

lead guitar. Creative programming material for AOR,
R&B and top 40 formats.

JOE SIMON (Spring 169) (Dist: Polydor)

Easy To Love (3:35) (Combine — BMI) (Fritts, White)

Joe Simon’s music is always danceable, and this

latest, combining his pure-toned voice with a love lyric, is

no exception. Simon maintains his usual reserved inten-

sity until he takes off over the backing vocals toward the

close. He debuts on the Cash Box top 100 R&B singles

chart this week with a strong track record for crossover
behind him.

MICHAEL HENDERSON (Buddah 552)

Taken from his “Solid” album, this single should dispel

any remaining confusion about Henderson, who was the

male lead vocalist on Norman Connors’ last two charting

singles, as well as contributing as a writer.

David Schmeiser, sales

manager of ABC’s Indianapolis branch,

was even more enthusiastic. “Sales have
been absolutely fantastic on it,” he said.

“On the first day of the sale, one of the Ayr-

Way stores did in excess of $2700. And fora

store that size, that's fantastic. You don't

find that kind of volume coming out of a

record store in Indianapolis, let alone a

department store or a discount store. And
we’ve gotten refill orders in the first three

days (of the sale) ranging from 500 to 700
pieces (from each of several Ayr-Way
stores)."

Why are so many customers attracted by
these ad supplements when none of the ti-

tles included in them are even being adver-

tised at a sale price? “I think it’s because it’s

the first time anyone has tried this type of

advertising,” Schmeiser replied. “In the

record business, I've never seen that type

of color brochure inserted in the
newspaper, especially a brochure with

such good artwork. A full-page ad in the

newspaper may catch a customer’s eye as

he’s thumbing through it, but when it’s

something that falls out (of the newspaper),

if you're record-oriented at all, you’re going

to want to look at it.”

$2.99 Specials At Goody’s

For the second time in its history, Sam
Goody advertised front-line popular
releases for $2.99 in a week-long “calendar

sale” that included all of its 27 stores on the

east coast.

In both the Sunday New York Times and
the Sunday New York Daily News, Goody’s
advertised the following releases, each
described as the “album of the day,” for

$2.99/$4.49 tape: on Sunday, November
21, the Bee Gees’ “Gold”; on Monday,

“Long May You Run” by the Stills-Young

Band; on Tuesday, “Year Of The Cat” by Al

Stewart; on Wednesday, “Endless Sum-
mer” by the Beach Boys; on Friday, “Spirit”

by EW&F; and on Saturday, “Fly Like An
Eagle” by the Steve Miller Band. Ad-
ditionally, the last two releases were adver-

tised again at the same price in the Thurs-
day editions of both the Times and the

News.
In the Sunday Philadelphia Enquirer,

Goody’s advertised these releases for

$2.99/$4.49 tape: on Sunday, “Spitfire" by
the Jefferson Starship; on Monday,
“Breezin’ ” by George Benson; on Tuesday,
“Year Of The Cat' by Al Stewart; on Wed-
nesday, “Endless Summer” by the Beach
Boys; on Friday, “Spirit” by EW&F; and on
Saturday, “Fly Like An Eagle” by the Steve
Miller Band.
There were several differences between

this “calendar sale” and the previous one at

Goody’s, which began on Labor Day and
lasted for a week. First, no tapes were ad-
vertised with the albums promoted for

$2.99 in the Labor Day sale. Second, in that

ground-breaking sale, two of the daily

specials were $7.98 list releases which
were advertised for $3.49. And third, the

Labor Day ad included a different multi-

label sale on each day of the week, whereas

CBS was the only label which Goody placed

on sale this week.
Regular Feature?

During the Labor Day sale, George Levy,

president of Sam Goody, indicated that he

didn’t know whether the chain would run

any more sales at $2.99 (Cash Box, Sep-
tember 18). He admitted that Goody was
promoting releases at this low price

because “everybody’s selling goods at that

price (in New York).” At the same time,

however, he expressed doubts that the

price war in New York could go on much
continued on pg.

“A Condition Of Sound” — Ray Sawyer is a major artist of the country sound called Dr.

Hook, the collective talents of Ray Sawyer, Dennis Locorriere, Jance Garfat, Rik Elswit,

John Wolters and Bill Frances.

Originally formed in 1970 as Dr. Hook And The Medicine Show, the group produced two

hits, “Sylvia’s Mother” and “The Cover Of Roiling Stone,” but the bit time started in 1975

when they re-grouped and signed with Capitol Records as Dr. Hook.

The first thing on the agenda was a move to Nashville, followed by major heavy chart

breakouts (in both country and pop), such as “Only Sixteen,” “A Couple More Years,” “A

Little Bit More” and “If Not You.”

The spotlight has also come to rest on Ray Sawyer with his just-released chart-climbing

single “(One More Year Of) Daddy’s Little Girl."

Chickasaw, Alabama-raised Ray tells his own story when he says, “I did exactly what
you’d expect any boy born in the deep South to do. I hunted, fished the rivers, built rafts and
camped out for days at a time eating only the fish and squirrels we’d find, except for the

beans and bread Mams would give us from home.
“I guess eating all that squirrel made me realize at the early age of 1 1 that ! was to be a

musician, so I started banging on a guitar and trying to sound like Hank Williams.

“Years later I started playing drums in a hillbilly club in Mobile, Alabama. I must have
played all the clubs from Houston to Charleston until I decided I was going insane from too

much beans and music, and gave it up. I saw a John Wayne movie and proceeded to Port-

land, Oregon, to be a “logger” complete with plaid shirt, Colk boots and Pike poll. On the

way my car slipped on the road and the accident left me with the eye patch I now wear.

When I recovered, I ran straight back to the beans and music and vowed, ‘Here 111 stay’. .

$330 million of the 16.9 billion dollar in-

dustry, with magazines the most prevalent

advertising medium with expenditures

from $81 ,000-$1 50,000 in 1975.

Reflecting this growth, record com-
panies have re-directed their marketing

priority to take advantage of this convenient

avenue to consumer sales. One of the first

successful mail order campaigns was in-

itiated by Steve Goldstein several years ago
when he was advertising sales director for

the nationally prominent country music

publication, Country Music magazine. Un-

der his direction, product was contracted

through the record companies and dis-

tributed through the magazine via coupon
ads. “This approach gives the record com-
panies a chance not only to expose their

product, but to get direct sales from their

advertising and recoup some or all the cost

of the ad,” Goldstein commented. “It is also

a direct measure of how effective a medium
is in return for the advertising dollar.”

As record companies seek the most
return for their investment, mail-order and
coupon specials figure more prominently in

their marketing drive toward consumers.
Several companies such as CBS and RCA
Records have already incorporated this

mail-order and couponing into their opera-

tions. “Mail-order is not a new concept,”

Rick Blackburn, vice president of market-

ing, CBS' Records, Nashville, pointed out.

Simple orchestration, highlighted by good piano work, lets Rusty’s rough and effective

voice shine through on this song, which sounds like a good bet as a country-to-pop cross-

over. It’s the first single taken from Rusty’s “Black Hat Saloon” LP, which has been receiv-

ing considerable FM progressive airplay.

JOHNNY RUSSELL (RCA JH 10853)

The Son Of Hickory Holler’s Tramp (3:25) (Acuff-Rose — BMI) (Dallas Frazier)

The O.C. Smith hit of several years ago has been done in country style, with excellent

background vocals and instrumentation and an upbeat vocal by Johnny Russell. This

( ream days, the artist, at least in concert, is

applauded soundly for past works, while

often leceiving only perfunctory appreci-

ation for his most recent songs. In inter-

views, Clapton openly disdains what he

sails the nonsense of trying to impress

people with his guitar playing; his song-

writing and singing, he says, are more im-

portant to him. He also professes (and

demonstrates on recent albums) a reluc-

tance for the heavy metal and searing elec-

tric blues for which he was once highly

noted, and an inclination toward more
quieter and acoustically oriented
compositions which allow him to explore

more sensitive and reflective lyrical ideas.

Places likethe Forum wind up being outlets

for him to communicate his art, which is

significant and praiseworthy.

Clapton is not “the best guitarist in the

world.” The whole idea of trying to

categorize, identify, and relate to musicians

in such a manner is clearly ridiculous.

However, he is, and always has been, one of

rock’s most tasteful guitarists. Clapton
belongs to the artist category of rock

personalities. He is neither a theatrical

stuntman nor a costumed performer, but

rather an extraordinary musician and a

good (occasionally startling) songwriter

who continues to improve. And while

Clapton made a good effort to be true to

himself on stage Monday night, the evening

was neither significantly celebrative nor

inspiring, and the blame can be put
squarely on the venue.

The Forum, a huge basketball and
hockey arena, is a lousy place for a

musician like Clapton, in his present artistic

phase, to be playing. Better that a Jethro

Tull, or a Bowie, or even the Rolling Stones

take advantage of the sheer room and put it

to good use. Clapton and the music he is

playing today belong in a club, an
auditorium, a hall, someplace where the

volume can be turned down, the sound
mixed and balanced, and the audience
properly related to. Clapton’s lyrics, vocals,

and guitar playing were virtually spoiled by
the cavernous Forum and its acousticaliy

mismanaged facilities. While the Forum
crowd clearly enjoyed the band's presence
and responded very enthusiastically to

most of the performance, it wasn’t an
especially noteworthy concert, as concerts

go, nor what a Clapton concert should be.

Much of Monday’s show was devoted to

the content of his recent “No Reason To
Cry” LP, a pleasing album that deviates

slightly from the softer stances of his two
earlier works, “461 Ocean Boulevard” and
“There’s One In Every Crowd.” In concert,

Clapton moved easily through the
sentimental “Hello Old Friend,” the bluesy

“Double Trouble,” and Dylan’s “Sign
Language.”

Also featured were songs from the old

Derek and The Dominos days, and the

audience clearly enjoyed the building

excitement of “Tell The Truth” and the

infectious Clapton solo LP cut "Blues
Power,” co-written with Leon Russell.

Lacking in Monday’s show was any real

sense of interplay among the musicians,

which is something that has characterized

so many of the past Clapton bands. True,

that interplay reached an absurd level

during the Cream days, when, as Clapton
has confessed, he and Jack Bruce couldn’t

keep their hands off their respective
volume knobs. But since so much of

Clapton's identity is as a musician, it would
be nice to see band members playing to,

and attempting to inspire, one another.

Monday’s show did not display any such
communication. d.b.

Blue Oyster Cult/BeBop Deluxe/Angel
FORUM, L A. — In the mid-1960s when
heavy metal psychedelia was all the rage in

discos and clubs on the east coast, the last

thing in the world an urban sophisticate

would have supposed is that rock and roll of

that genre would spring forth in the seven-
ties from the unlikely hustings of Long
Island. And yet, ten years after the re-

doubtable Vanilla Fudge first echoed its

bombastic harmonies over Sheepshead
Bay, Blue Oyster Cult has cast its hat into

the ring, and more than a part of the

madness, they are among the major per-

petrators.

To use the term workgroup when referr-

ing to Blue Oyster Cult is to understate the

obvious. Much like an album or single that

finally reaches its potential months after its

release date, Blue Oyster Cult has blos-

somed into one of the most influential pro-

gressive heavy metal bands working today.

What started out as a Blue Oyster cult is

now a full fledged Blue Oyster phenom-
enon. Certainly the 15,000-plus Forum
fanatics who convened on the Cult’s behalf

displayed more than token appreciation for

But BeBop can thank its lucky stars

that it has energy to match its talent. If you
like what you hear on BeBop’s albums, you
owe it to yourself to see what makes the

machine tick in person. Guitarist Bill

Nelson, often acknowledged as the group's

figurehead, cast the aura of a surgeon on
his way to the operating room. Though it’s

patently obvious that enthusiasm rivets his

body like a lightning rod in a powerful

storm, he manages to deport himself as

coolly and calmly as a hit man on the way to

another day’s work. Interestingly, BeBop
drew much the same support as BOC and
proved that it is a worthly contender in any
man’s ring.

Angel, which opened this heavy metal

symposium, revealed why Casablanca
Records feels that the group has unlimited

potential. No punk rockers here, just stu-

dents of the game. In fact, one could say

they are about to receive a master’s degree
in the fine art of rock and roll. Intensity,

poise and an unmistakable sense of humor
set Angel apart from the many acne-
scarred pretenders who daily besiege the

offices of major record companies in

search of fame and fortune. They provided

a perfect complement to the evening’s well-

conceived entertainment package.

town taking the new Emerson, Lake and Palmer album through the final stages of produc-

tion. He was reticent about giving out details, but he indicated the package would probably
shape up to be a double set, consisting of solo and group recordings by the three mem-
bers. At this point it’s largely a matter of choosing the best of a wealth of material now on

tape, which Emerson says is enough to fill many albums.

Emerson
ga ve the illusion of playing while holding on for dear life with his legs through a trapeze-like

apparatus. Emerson gave the equipment operators permission to spin him more acro-

batically, and they went overboard, subjecting him to such a rapid rate of spin that he was
tossed about, unable to signal a stop. His hands were jammed into the keyboard, and he

banged his nose into the piano several times. A real trooper, he finished up the show with a

bloody nose.

ON BROADWA Y— Natalie Cole opened at the Wintergarden Theater Iasi week, where

an enthusiastic crowd could barely give back the kind of energy that was being put out on

stage. Throughout the tightly organized production, Ms. Cole worked with a wide range of

styles, always keeping the show at the necessary level of excitement. That she could ac-

BONJOUR — Last week Cash Box was visited by Stephans Grappelli, just returning

from a taping for Channel 7 news with violin under arm. He’s been on the road for the last

three months, and will continue at least until the Hong Kong music festival this February.

Grappelli must be one of the most prolific recording musicians in the world, having done

studio work with the likes of Pink Floyd on “Dark Side Of The Moon" (“It opened doors for

me”),as well as leading his own sessions. He estimates that he’s made at least twenty

albums, live and studio, in the past year. Has he ever considered an exclusive contract?

Grappelli indicated that although some good offers have come in, the answer is “No . . .

that would be like being married. ”... Also stopping by was Tom Chapin, whose first album

continued on pg.

On Jazz
The joy of jazz was never more evident

than at Carnegie Hall (20) for the Woody
Herman 40th Anniversary Concert.
Graduates of what one commentator called

"the college of Woody” were heavily on dis-

play: Flip Phillips, Chubby Jackson, Don
Lamond, Billy Bauer, Sam Marowitz and
Ralph Burns from the First Herd; Zoot

Sims, Al Cohn, Stan Getz from the Second
Herd; Nat Pierce, Phil Wilson and Jake
Hanna from the Thundering Herd of 1963.

Phillips was given more space than any

of the early Herdsmen and he responded
with some excellent tenor playing. He
scored heavily on “Apple Honey,” “Sweet
and Lovely” and the closer, “Caledonia.”

Pete Candoli popped up for a brief duet

with brother Conte and also contributed

mightily when the audience called for high

note trumpet. Phil Wilson on “Bijou" and
Jim Pugh (“Everywhere”) saluted the late

Bill Harris with some trombone solos.

A highlight of the Second Herd portion

occurred during the playing of “Four
Brothers” when a gent in the front row start-

ed dropping money in front of Getz, Sims,

Cohn and Jimmy Giuffre. When Woody
took the mike and asked “where are the

hundreds?” the same fan responded —
with hundred dollar bills! Zoot was very cool

about scooping up the loot.

The second half of the concert was
devoted to the current band except for a

pair of Getz specials. The entire cast

assembled for a rousing finale to cap what
was certainly one of the most exhilarating

evenings of jazz in some time.

Music Minus One has the first two
Steeplechase LPs ready. Joe Albany and
Horace Parian are the artists. The flow

should increase and we can look forward to

about three per week, according to Irv

Kratka.

Atlantic has signed trumpeter Don
Cherry. Also on the Atlantic scene, Herbie

Mann recorded in Germany with some
members of Silver Convention.

Columbia has announced the signing of

Dexter Gordon. This is a bold step for

Columbia, whose roster of jazz artists has

been heavily weighted with crossover acts

in recent years. Dexter, on the other hand,

has been greeted with an outpouring of love

and affection from his many fans during re-

cent New York appearances. He has gar-

nered more press than any other modern
jazz act in recent memory during this latest

tour.

Big Joe Turner and pianist Lloyd Glenn
have been a big success at the Cookery in

New York. The sixty-five year old Turner

still has strong pipes and, as owner Barney
Josephson stated in a recent interview, “If

we left the doors open, you could hear him a

block away — without a mike.”

Sarah Vaughn’s first Atlantic LP is being

recorded on the west coast and will consist

of all Beatles songs.

All receive some of their finest interpreta-

tions through the distinctive, rich baritone of Eck-
stine, who also plays trumpet and trombone in the

small group sets that end up this reissue with a

notable version of Ellington’s “Sophisticated Lady.”

Joe Turner is an
American institution and the fact that he still

makes great records is a cause for universal

celebration.

Montgomery’s Verve association was one that

focused on large orchestral settings for the most
part. This package contains some live perfor-

mances with a splendid rhythm section (Wynton
Kelly, Paul Chambers, Jimmy Cobb) and some
studio sessions by the same group. Completing
the set are a pair of meetings with organist Jimmy
Smith. Apart from the always stimulating playing

the set is valuable for a display of Wes and co-

horts in a straight ahead context for what ulti-

mately proved to be the last time. Four of these

performances had sweetened overdubs the first

time around and Verve has decided to delete the

trimmings in this package. An excellent decision.

CHICAGO — The 1976 MOA international

convention, held November 12-14 at the

Conrad Hilton Hotel, attracted a total atten-

dance of 5,279 to shatter all previous

records in the association’s 28-year history.

In addition, 110 exhibiting firms, represen-

tative of music, games and related prod-

ucts, occupied 262 booths in all three ex-

hibit halls of the Hilton’s massive display

area, again establishing a new record for

the association.

The show was “our biggest yet,” as out-

going president Ted Nichols proclaimed in

his opening remarks before the assem-
blage attending the association’s general

membership bruncheon on Saturday
morning, a highlight of which was the of-

ficial balloting to determine a new name for

MOA, more representative of the entire in-

dustry. The name Amusement & Music

Operators Association (AMOA) was selec-

ted by a majority vote.

Equally significant to the record breaking

attendance figures was the show’s sub-

stance, outstanding each year but es-

pecially so at the 1976 convention, due to

the combined efforts of the association in

providing a format fully compatible with

membership requirements and the exhib-

itors for a display of product unmatched at

any previous convention.

The exhibit area attracted wall to wall

traff ic all three days of the show’s run. Many
of the displays were lavishly decorated and

the quality and quantity of equipment
shown was unequaled: location pieces,

large arcade equipment, the latest phono-

graph models, a galaxy of colorful

machines from the traditional to the con-

temporary.

A recent association survey revealed a

majority opinion that more service pro-

grams were needed to help operators and,

in compliance, MOA sponsored four

special service booths on the exhibit floor

at Expo ’76 and devoted a large portion of

the annual seminar program to service,

with presentation by Cal Clifford of Cal’s

Coin College and Bill Arkush of Kurz Kasch.

Also on the seminar program was Dr.

William Sexton of Notre Dame University,

who captivated the audience with his

dynamic presentation.

An association produced manual on 8-

ball pool tournaments, another of the new
services inaugurated by MOA, was dis-

tributed at the convention and, in addition,

an announcement was made that in the

coming year a series of association spon-

sored service schools would be held,

possibly on a territorial basis.

Service Hint: Bally’s Thumper Bumper
by Bernie Powers

Bally Manufacturing Corp.

The thumper bumper as shown in the ac-

companying illustration, is the D.C. type

bumper which has been used in Bally

games since Bow And Arrow.

The basic difference between the A.C.

and the D.C. type assembly is that the D.C.

is operated directly by its own contacts,

therefore, no relay is used as in the A.C.

type previously used.

The basic actuation of the thumper bum-
per occurs when the ball interacts at any

point with the plastic skirt above the play-

field surface. The stem, which should be
centered in the cup of the switch, will make
contact on the solenoid switch contacts.

The stem should be centered for two very

distinct reasons: one, to ensure actuation

will take place at any point around the skirt

and two, to ensure the solenoid switch is not

locked closed. This switch should have a

gap of 1 /32” in the open position and follow

through upon actuation of 1/32”.

The solenoid is then activated and two

events take place. First, the metal flange

interacts with the ball. Second, the scoring

switch closes to acquire the points the

assembly is valued at. The scoring switch,

as seen in the drawing, should be adjusted

to 1/16” gap.

The D.C. type bumper does not require

any lubrication in the cup switch because of

the type of plastic used. The older type

Cash Box sincerely regrets the

misspelling of the Al, Ira and Sandy
Bettelman and Rube Kardoff
names in their C.A. Robinson & Co.

bumper assemblies need to have a Lo-

torque instrument grease in the cup. The
old type should also be cleaned periodi-

cally to ensure that actuation does not

become sluggish.

Larry sees the change as coming partly from a comeback
of sorts on the part of singles, which had been taking a back seat to albums. Speaking of

singles, these are the top ten predictions, in no particular order, for early December;
“Tonight’s The Night” by Rod Stewart; Captain and Tennille’s “Muskrat Love”; “Beth” by

Kiss; “Nadia’s Theme” by Perry Botkin Jr.; “Nights Are Forever Without You” by England
Dan and John Ford Coley; Alice Cooper’s “I Never Cry”; Burt Cumming’s “Stand Tall”; Leo
Sayer’s“You Make Me Feel Like Dancing”; “Love Me” by Yvonne Elliman; and “After The
Lovin' ” by Engelbert Humperdinck. Larry also told us that Bread, a group that hasn’t had a
hit single in some time, is making a definite comeback with a new song entitled “Lost

Without Your Love.” In addition, he feels that the motion picture tune “Car Wash,” which
has previously done well on the rhythm and blues stations and locations, will be making a

Classical LP Chart Analysis
A spot check of retailers in five markets

across the country revealed these current

selling prices for “Gershwin Plays Rhap-
sody In Blue”: $3.99 at Sam Goody in New
York; $3.98 at The Record Hunter in New
York; $2.88 at The Wherehouse in Los
Angeles; $4.37 at Musicland in Chicago;
$2.99 at Tower in San Francisco; and $2.98

at Peaches in Atlanta.

The comparatively low retail prices for

the album show that retailers have been
passing on the special break they have
received on it from CBS. A wholesale cost

quoted by several classical record buyers
for this album was $2.35.

RCA Special

Another specially priced album, until

recently, was the RCA recording of Holst’s

“The Planets,” positioned at #7 on the

classical chart. During the 15-week period

ended November 15, this Red Seal
recording was listed at $4.98. Now, like

other albums in the Red Seal line, it lists for

$6.98.

“The reason for doing this sort of thing is

to create a lot of excitement about the

record,” stated Ernest Gilbert, director of

Red Seal merchandising for RCA. “Also,

the record is bought in quantities in which it

would ordinarily not be bought, because it

comes at an attractive price, and dealers

feel they can price it attractively and move a

lot (of it). But you can only do this with a

piece of repertoire that has some (market)

potential and strong sales anyway. You
take something that already has this strong

potential and its own excitement, and you
thrown in a special low price and the excite-

ment intensifies.”

Best-selling Artists

The current popularity of Sir Georg Solti

and Carlos Kleiber is demonstrated by the

fact that these conductors are the only two
artists who have more than one entry on the

CB chart. Kleiber’s DG recordings with the

Vienna Philharmonic of Beethoven’s
Symphonies #7 and #5 are positioned,

respectively, at #9 and #22 on the chart.

And, while Solti’s London recording of the

complete Beethoven symphonies, the most
expensive charted item at a list price of

$50.00, occupies the #33 slot, the same

conductor’s reading of Beethoven’s Ninth

(from the complete set) is positioned at a

respectable #19.

Two works seem to hold a particular fas-

cination for classical record consumers:
Holst’s “The Planets” and Gershwin’s
opera, “Porgy & Bess.” Eugene Orman-
dy’s recording of the former work is chart-

ed at #9, while Patrick Gleeson’s “Beyond
The Sun: An Electronic Portrait of Holst’s

‘The Planets’ ” on Mercury occupies posi-

tion #39. Two current versions of “Porgy &
Bess’” on London and RCA are selling at

about the same level, with the London
album charted at #15 and the RCA at #17.

Only three budget albums appear on the

CB chart. They are “Vaudeville: Songs Of
The Great Ladies Of The Musical Stage” on
Nonesuch (#24); “Go For Baroque" on RCA
Victrola (#25); and Richard Strauss’s “Die

Frau Ohne Schatten,” a four-LP set on
Richmond (#36).

Besides the above-mentioned Gleeson
LP, the only electronic album on the chart is

Isao Tomita’s “Snowflakes Are Dancing:

The Newest Sounds of Debussy” on RCA
(#38).

Recording Categories
A comparison of the numbers of charted

releases in various musical categories
shows the predominance of operas and
orchestral works. The CB classical LP chart

includes 13 opera releases, 14 orchestral

albums (including “The Concert Of The
Century,” which is about half orchestral),

four solo vocal albums, three recordings of

chamber pieces and two electronic
releases.

Following a trend in New York City which

was previously noted in Cash Box (Sept.

25), the average list price of each package
on the national classical chart ($12.90) far

exceeded the average list price per LP
($6.61 ). (For the purpose of these averages,

the #1 album was considered to have a list

price of $5.98.) The average unit price for

the charted classical releases was also well

above the corresponding figure ($7.50) for

the leading 40 pop albums on the CB top

100 chart. On a per-LP basis, however, list

prices for the pop albums average out to

continued on pg.

For fiscal 1 976, Wallichs

reported an overall net loss of $322,000 on
all its retail items, including records, tele-

visions, stereos, pianos, organs and ac-

cessories; in the previous year, it had earn-

ings of $13,000.

While it is not clear how much of this

year’s ioss was attributable to the com-
pany’s record and tape departments, its

record sales have declined to 42.4% of its

total business from 58.9% in 1975. Ad-
ditionally, while Wallichs’ overall sales in-

creased to $5,916,638 from $4,809,173 in

1975, its record and tape revenues dipped
to $2,506,190 from $2,834,155 during the

same period.
