The possibility of a uniform $7.98 list price in the record industry became a more 
imminent reality with the revelation that Capitol will raise the list price of several 
complete prefix series from $6.98 to $7.98 (see story on page 7). Capitol thus 
becomes the first major manufacturer of pop recordings to extend the list price 
increases heretofore reserved for new releases to catalog albums. 

Previously, manufacturers indicated that they would issue new releases at $7.98 
list on artists whose histories as record sellers of substantial magnitude had been 
well -documented in the marketplace. That had been the case with the subsequent 
release of new albums by Queen, George Benson, Pink Floyd, David Bowie and 
others of that established caliber. 

Explaining a need for the increased price, manufacturers cited rising costs in a 

number of areas, including manufacturing, production, royalties, advertising and 
promotion. Pressing costs at some plants have risen an estimated 37% since 1969. 
During that same period, average artist royalty rates have risen approximately 40%. 
Advertising and promotion costs have similarly spiralled, and the list goes on and 
on. 

With these mounting cost exigencies, it seemed logical for manufacturers to 
selectively increase the list price of their most in -demand artists. After all, higher 
royalties, advertising budgets and other financial demands often accompanied and 
continue to accompany the release of any album by a "superstar." But in the end, 
record companies simply applied basic supply and demand to their operations. 

Now, Capitol has altered that perception. The consumer, who could not be 
expected to pass up a new release by some of the industry's biggest "superstars," 
will finally be able to react to the newer list price. More realistically. More 
objectively. 

If conventional supply and demand prevails, the entire industry may be forced to 
reevaluate the policy of retaining selected list pricing indefinitely. If not, uniform 
$7.98 list pricing will be ushered in relatively quickly. 

Capitol has decided to test that water first. Record buyers across the country 
must now determine whether it was a prudent decision.

Investor Confidence Up 
Expect `Giants' to Get Bigger: 

Demographic Changes May Hurt 
by Ken Terry 

NEW YORK - With the record division of 
CBS, Inc. showing accelerated growth and 
the music division of Warner Communica- 
tions, Inc. growing substantially faster last 
year than it did in 1976, the top managers of 
both companies are feeling optimistic 
about the record industry's future. Largely 
due to the stepped -up growth of the record 
labels owned by CBS and WCI, which 
together manufacture more than 40% of all 
records and tapes sold in the U.S.A., the in- 
vestment community also seems to have 
more confidence in the music industry than 
it had a year ago 

Richard Steenken, vice president of 
Blyth, Eastman, Dillon & Co., noted last 
spring at a security analysts' conference 
(Cash Box, April 3) that the negative unit 
growth of the industry in 1974 and 1975 
presented a serious stumbling block to 
potential investors. In a recent interview, 
however, he said he expected "relatively 
modest unit growth over the next five years" 
in the industry as a whole, and somewhat 
more rapid growth in the larger com- 
panies. 

"The industry may not offer above - 
average growth (compared to other sec- 
tions of the economy)," Steenken pointed 
out. "But, if you look back at the record of 
Columbia and Warner over the last five or 
eight years, it certainly shows superior 
growth compared to the rest of the in- 
dustry." Steenken added that the growth of 
these companies was also above -average 
in relation to American industry. "If you 
took a look at total corporate growth this 
year, both of them kept pace with or ex- 
ceeded it; and certainly in 1975, when 
overall corporate profits declined, both 
Warner and Columbia showed fairly good 
increases." 

Other Analysis More Hopeful 
Harvey Sandler of Goldman, Sachs & Co. 

was even more hopeful than Steenken 
about the music industry. He called its 
growth potential "above -average" and 
"getting better," and, unlike Steenken, 
didn't believe that changing demographic 
trends threaten the industry's consumer 
base. "I think they (record companies) are 
trying to broaden their demographic base, 
and if they try hard enough, I think they can 
do it." 

An equally enthusiastic view was offered 
by David Londoner of Wertheim & Co., Inc. 
"The people (large investors) who follow 
the record industry are pretty well convin- 
ced by now that it is a good business ... 
There's an inordinately high return on in- 
vested capital, if you do it right. And by right 
I mean having a broad diversity of product 

and running an efficient business, as well as 
a business that knows how to create and 
promote artists." 

Parent Companies 
All of the analysts stressed_the fact that 

the investment community pays less atten- 
tion to how particular record divisions are 
run than to the management of their parent 
corporations. "Most major record com- 
panies are subsidiaries of other corpora- 
tions," Steenken noted. "So most analysts 
don't zero in on the record industry." 

"For example," he pointed out, "while 
almost half of WCI's revenues last year 
came from its music division, most analysts 
would still consider it a movie company. 
Likewise, CBS is considered a broad- 
casting company and so is ABC. If you were 
to go to a dinner at which Steve Ross (chair- 
man of the board of WCI) was speaking, I'd 
say only 10-15% of the questions would 
relate to records, while it's 50% of the 
business." 

Sandler agreed with this assessment. 
"Records only become a focal point when 
things are going poorly." 

image Problems 
Outsiders find it difficult to understand 

the workings of the record business, ac- 
cording to Londoner. As a result, he said, 
investors are often afraid that the rug will be 
suddenly pulled out from under them if they 
sink money into the industry. "I think that 
the jaundiced view some people may have 
of the industry comes from what happened 
many years ago in a few companies, par- 
ticularly Capitol, where everything was go- 
ing along fine, and then all of a sudden, 
whammo, a big deficit. Professional in- 
vestors don't forget that quickly. They say, 
'We don't really understand what happened 
with Capitol, and how do we know it 
couldn't happen somewhere else?' " 
Similarly, Londoner recalled, ABC Records 
had big inventory write-offs and big returns 
in 1975. "That's what makes people a little 
unsure of their opinions of the industry." 

According to the analysts, few investors 
still believe that the music industry as a 

whole depends on the rise and fall of a

Payola Hearings In 2nd Week;

In St. Louis, Powell said, he 
was set for a concert with the Ohio Players, 
made a $3,500 deposit, then had to yield to 
Jim Gates of WESL(AM), E. St. Louis, Ill.

In Jacksonville, Fla., 
Willie Martin of WPDQ(AM) got $10,000 
from Powell for "advertising" services for a 

Marvin Gaye concert (cancelled when Gaye 
was ill). 

Powell quoted Mike Coleman of WEAL 
(AM), Greensboro, N.C., assaying he"must 

give up a little cash" in order to insure suc- 
cessful concerts, and Powell made pay- 
ments from March -November 1975. 
Frankie Crocker of WBLS New York got "a 
piece of the action" for every act that played 
Madison Square Garden, Powell alleged. 
And several years ago, Powell said, he lost 
out on a concert promotion at Washington's 
Capitol Center because Jack Boyle had an 

exclusive contract there. 
New names and places introduced into 

the record by Powell open up the FCC's in- 
quiry to national dimensions. Until now, the 
hearings have focused on allegations of 
payola-plugola at WOL in Washington. 

WOL 
Two other witnesses, another 

Washington -area concert promoter and 
the corporate owner of WOL, told their 
sides of the story earlier last week. 

The allegations of competing promoter 
Jack Boyle, president of Cellar Door 
Productions, reinforced those heard in the 
first days of hearings from Bill Washington 
of Dimensions Unlimited. Boyle likewise 
claimed the DJ's at WOL "have put force on 
concert artists to play for them at reduced 
prices or no prices," and "the DJ's were 
above the station, management could not 
control them."

Capitol Raises List On Selected Catalog;

NEW YORK - Capitol Records has raised 
the list price of seven label prefix series, in- 
cluding some of the company's biggest 
selling items, from $6.98 to $7.98. This

move, effective March 1, makes Capitol the 
first major manufacturer to extend the one 
dollar list price increase on pop albums to 
catalog releases. Tape prices will not be af- 
fected, according to the company's direc- 
tive. 

At the same time, Capitol increased the 
list price of its classical line, Angel, from 
$6.98 to $7.98. The entire Angel catalog is 

affected. 
Two other higher -priced pop series were 

increased as well. Records carrying an 

SWCO prefix will now list for $14.98, up one 
dollar over the previous figure. Most 
notably affected is "Wings Over America," 
the 3 -LP live recording of the recent Wings 
tour. In addition, the SWAK series, which 
includes one album, Nat King Cole's "Love 
Is Here To Stay," was elevated from a $7.98 
list to an $8.98 list. 

At the time when manufacturers announ- 
ced that selected new releases by es- 
tablished acts would carry a higher list 
price, executives of Capitol indicated that 
they, too, would follow suit with a similar 

policy. Now, with this new policy, Capitol 
has assumed an unenviable leadership in 

the move toward the extension of $7.98 list 
pricing. 

Series Increases 
Those series that will now carry a $7.98 

list price are SMAL, SMAS, SO, SVAS, 
SWAE, SWAL and SWAO. Included are 
releases by the Beatles, Wings, Steve 
Miller, Pink Floyd, Helen Reddy and Natalie 
Cole. 

Curiously, though, no complete catalogs 
by any of these artists are affected. Further- 
more, there seems to be no pattern or sem- 
blance of structure to the selections. For 
example, Natalie Cole's newest album is af- 
fected, but not her two previous efforts. 
Conversely, Steve Miller's newest album is 

not affected, but his last one is. Four single -

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ASCAP 1976 Revenues Hit $94 Million A&S To Continue With Record Sales 
BEVERLY HILLS, CALIFORNIA - The 
American Society of Composers, Authors 
and Publishers (ASCAP) announced 
record 1976 revenues of $94,057,000 at 
their west coast membership meeting Feb. 
24, eclipsing the previous high of 
$85,000,000 -plus in 1975. Domestic 
receipts totaled $80,338,000 in 1976 while 
foreign income reached $13,719,000. 
Domestic revenue consisted of $78,424,- 
000 from licensees (including symphonic 
and concert performances), $1,620,000 
from interest on investments, and $294,000 
from membership dues. A primary reason 
for the $9,000,000 revenue increase was 
the rise in 1976 television time sales. 

ASCAP distributed $61,606,000 to mem- 
bers and foreign societies in 1976. Total ex- 
penses and salaries for the organization 
amounted to $18,800,000, which represen -

Whether they are known as The Nitty Gritty 
Dirt Band or simply as The Dirt Band, this 
perennial American group is acknowl- 
edged to be among the earliest pioneers of 
what is now called country rock and 
country -flavored pop.

The Dirt Band is currently celebrating its 
ten years together with the release of 
another deluxe, 3 -LP set, "Dirt, Silver And 
Gold." This celebrative look at The Dirt 
Band features their familiar hits, early 
tracks from out -of -print albums, new ver- 
sions of old songs, and an ample selection 
of the band's new material. 
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ted 19.99% of domestic and foreign 
receipts, and left a $61,538,000 balance 
available for distribution to members and 
foreign societies in 1976. 

400 Gather 
More than 400 composers, lyricists, and 

music publishers assembled at the Beverly 
Hilton Hotel to hear president Stanley 
Adams deliver a key address to the ASCAP 
community. Adams' speech followed 
presentations and lectures by the advisory 
committees, the treasurer, the public rela- 
tions committee, and an executive report 
by Billy Taylor. 

Adams' speech initially concentrated on 
the copyright revisions. "Knowing that the 
bill would pass," he said, "and that the pres- 
ident would sign it - on the very last day 
that he could legally sign it without a pocket 
veto taking effect - the result seems to 
have been preordained." He later added 
that "when a good hot iron is applied to the 
wrinkles of the new copyright law, it will 
prove to be a document, that while not the 
culmination of a utopian dream, that will 
certainly bury the nightmare bill that has 
plagued us since 1909." 

The ASCAP president also mentioned 
the importance of the CBS vs. ASCAP suit. 
"We expect that it (the decision in the case) 
will be handed down ... in a matter of 
weeks or even months." Adams expects 
that the legal battle, which concerns proper 
licensing fees, will continue for some time, 
and will probably be appealed again in the 
form of a request to the Supreme Court. He 
cited the difficulties the case has caused, 
particularly in assessing and negotiating 
rates for CBS and other networks. 

Per Piece License 
"Per piece" licensing was also men- 

tioned by Adams. Classical and religious 
broadcasters have sought this type of licen- 
sing agreement. "When in the past we have 
taken a hard look at these groups," Adams 
stated, "we have found that, in fact, they are 
not different from the rest of the industry. 
There will always be variations in program 
formats. The fact that a group is different in 
some way from a majority of stations does 
not necessarily mean that a different 
license formula is appropriate. It may or 
may not be." 

New public television licensing, radio - 
over -speaker, cable television, and juke 
box licensing fees are concerns which 
ASCAP will delve into heavily in the remain- 
der of 1977, according to Adams, who also 
mentioned that a decision was imminent in 
the Muzak case.

"The store is expanding its 
ready-to-wear and fashion areas, and 
basically decreasing the size of operations 
with stable profits, like records." 

He added that with stores like Jimmy's, 
Korvettes and Record World on Long 
Island, all offering hundreds of current 
releases at $3.99 and below, "obviously, we 
can't raise our sale prices above $3.99 and 
stay in business. Certainly records aren't an 
exploding area in this store." His store sells 
about 10 to 20 current albums a week for 
$3.99. 

However, he concluded, despite drop- 
ping sales and the decreasing size of the 
record department, A&S still wants to 
provide full service to its customers, and 
with good promotion, can pick up enough 
impulse volume to turn a decent profit.

Sound Warehouse, Cactus Announce Plans 
To Expand Operations In Houston Market

NEW YORK - Two major retailers in the 
Houston market, Sound Warehouse and 
Cactus, are expanding their operations in 
the city by one store each, with openings 
scheduled for the middle of April.

He 
described the market as "growing and 
dynamic with a population that has large 
disposable incomes." 

Both chains' new stores will be 
"superstores" in size. Sound Warehouse 
will feature a glass -enclosed classical sec- 
tion within floor space totaling 18,000 
square feet. 

The new Cactus store will cover 15.000 
square feet and is designed to convey "a 
Texas rustic atmosphere," according to 
H.W. Daily, president of the soon -to -be two 
store Cactus operation. Daily also owns a 
major independent distributorship in 
southern Texas. H.W. Daily, Inc. 

Direct Competitors 
Sound Warehouse and Cactus view each 

other as direct competitors, but 
spokesmen for both felt the geographic 
distance between the new units in par- 
ticular would dilute the competitive effect. 
The latest Sound Warehouse, to be located 
on Houston's busy Westheimer Blvd., "has 
a much stronger traffic location," conceded 
Daily. However, he added that he was 
pleased with his new store's proximity to 
the city's beltway. and nine mile distance 

from the newest Sound Warehouse store. 
Moran explained the Sound Warehouse 

expansion specifically as an opportunity "to 
get our market position in a city that has a 

lot of good opportunities." Moran likened 
Houston's market structure to that of Los 
Angeles. and added the city does not have 
"nickel and dime price competition. Prices 
are fairly stable at $3.99 on sale and $4.99 
on the shelf." 

4th Store Planned 

According to Moran, Sound Warehouse 
plans to open a fourth store in Houston in 
September. and Daily termed a third 
Cactus store in Houston "probable in the 
future." Daily also revealed plans to open a 

new 30.000 square foot building for his dis- 
tributing operation in September.

Major Label Executives Discuss Disc 
Industry's Future Change At Seminar

NEW YORK - Top executives from three 
major record companies advanced their 
views on the future of the record business 
at a special forum held recently at the New 
School in New York City. 

Participants in the forum, presented as 
part of a spring semester class titled "The 
Recording Industry In Transition," included 
Bruce Lundvall, president of CBS Records 
Division, Jerry Rubenstein, chairman of the 
board of ABC Records, and Lou Simon, 
vice president and general manager of 
Polydor Records. 

Lundvall focused on 1976 as "the 
keystone to where the industry is going in 
the next five to ten years." He cited the 
RIAA's creation of the "platinum" sales 
classification, the record number of cer- 
tified gold albums, and the unprecedented 
number of artists who achieved multi- 
million unit sales as examples of his con- 

tention that records are increasingly being 
viewed "as necessity rather than luxury 
items." 

Need To Learn Marketing 
Rubenstein stressed the record in- 

dustry's need to "learn how to market ap- 
propriately to the young adult age group, to 
keep them buying records in the future." 
One aspect of this strategy, Rubenstein 
suggested, was to bear in mind that 
"traditional classifications are becoming 
meaningless, and the consumer of the 
future will see the eroding of product 
distinction." 

Simon said that he didn't believe in 
"trends" but predicted the future would 
bring "a new kind of business, based on a 
wider variety of types of product sold." Part 
of the new variety, Simon held, would come 
from "the widening of the age span among 
the creative forces in the music business. It 
will no longer just come from youth." 

Rack Jobbing Discontinued 
By Record Merchandising Co. 
LOS ANGELES - Record Merchandising, 
the distributing company which recently 
sold its Hitsville record stores to the 
Wherehouse chain, is now getting out of 
rack jobbing, but will retain its Record Rack 
one -stop and Record Merchandising in- 
dependent activities, according to Sam 
Ginsberg, sales manager of the company.

Raid Nets $1 Mil. 
In Pirate Tapes 
NEW YORK - About $1 million worth of 
equipment allegedly used in the un- 
authorized duplication of 8 -track tapes was 
seized by FBI agents in a raid on a St. 
Charles, Illinois residence. 

FBI officials said the raid netted high- 
speed duplicators and winders, 85 master 
tapes, 650 pancakes and assorted labels 
and packaging materials. 

The FBI raid in Illinois was the second 
one within a month in which the value of the 
seized merchandise exceeded $1,000,000. 
Some 5 million albums were seized in a re- 
cent raid on a Philadelphia warehouse. 

In another raid, FBI agents in New York 
City seized a quantity of allegedly illegal 
duplicated tapes and tape cassettes, 
master tapes, duplicating equipment and 
about 300,000 labels.

Wonder Wins Four More Grammys 
For 14 Total; Benson Picks Up Three 
LOS ANGELES - Stevie Wonder's "Songs 
In The Key Of Life" won best album and 
George Benson's "This Masquerade" was 
named best single in the 19th annual 
Grammy Awards. Wonder was also named 
best producer, best male pop singer and 
best male rhythm and blues singer. The 
four Grammys brought his total in the 
awards ceremonies to 14, second on the 
all-time Grammy awards list behind Henry 
Mancini, who has 20.

disc Wings albums are affected, but not the 
four most recent, or the four biggest sellers. 

Capitol executives declined an oppor- 
tunity to explain the situation. "We're not 
talking about pricing at this time," declared 
a spokesperson speaking on behalf of one 
key executive. 

'Sgt. Pepper's And 'Dark Side' 
Among the albums that will now list for 

$7.98 are: "Help," "Sgt. Pepper's Lonely 
Heart's Club Band," "Magical Mystery 
Tour," and "Abbey Road" by the Beatles;

No releases by the Beach Boys, the 
Sylvers, Tavares, Bob Seger or Glen 
Campbell were upgraded in price. 

In order to facilitate the transition to a 
new pricing structure, Capitol's accounts 
were informed several weeks prior to 
March 1 and notified of the impending 
change. It was uncertain whether every ac- 
count was permitted to purchase an un- 
restricted quantity of records at the current 
price. However, a number of accounts con- 
tacted by Cash Box indicated that Capitol 
placed no limits on their orders. 

It is still too early to assess whether that 
move resulted in a significant increase in 
Capitol's business, and without official con- 
firmation from the manufacturer, even a 
researched estimate would probably reveal 
only a portion of the actual amount. 

With Angel raising its list price for full - 
line releases to $7.98 list, the only major 
classical lines remaining at $6.98 list are 
those belonging to Columbia and London. 
Until those labels raise their classical lists, 
they would appear to have a competitive 
advantage over Angel as well as RCA, 
which went to $7.98 list in January. 

May Not Happen 
According to a spokesman for Columbia, 

however, this may prove not to be the case. 
"It won't affect new releases at all," he said, 
explaining that record buyers will gladly lay 
down extra money for the latest discs on the 
market. In addition, the spokesman noted, 
the fact that retailers are being allowed to 
"buy in" before the new list price goes into 
effect may encourage them to promote 
Angel releases over albums on other 
labels. "A lot depends on how the retailers 
handle the situation." 

The spokesman also suggested that the 
buy -in might backfire on Angel. "A com- 
pany like this is taking a tremendous 
chance on returns. Because if the dealer 
can buy 100,000 records this week for, say, 
$3.60 and two weeks from now return them 
for $3.90, he can make a very strong profit. 
It's impossible to police. The only way to 
police it would be to change the prefix num- 
bers (on the album jackets), and I don't 
think there are any restrictions (in Angel's 
buy -in program)." 

Beck/Hammer LP Due 
NEW YORK - A live recording of rock 
guitarist Jeff Beck with the Jan Hammer 
Group will be released by Epic Records in 
March.

Upcoming Manilow Special 

The massive Neil Diamond print and 
television campaign contrasts with the 
Arista promotion for Barry Manilow's latest 
LP and upcoming television special on 
March 2. Ads tying the album to the 
televised concert appeared in only two sur- 
veyed markets last week (Cash Box, 
February 26) and were observed only in 
Pittsburgh this week. 

Robert Singer, manager of field 
marketing for Arista, said a meeting was 
planned soon to discuss future print ad 
strategy. However, he said a "giant" televi- 
sion campaign would begin this weekend, 
with ads in about 15 major markets, 
averaging 12 to 15 spots per market. Those 
TV spots have been bought on the Johnny 
Carson Show; Mary Hartman, Mary 
Hartman; and other top -rated situation 
comedies for maximum impact. 

Regardless of the outcome of the 
Manilow television production, Singer said 
the show "would bring Manilow to millions 
of people who never go to his concerts" and 
is bound to boost sales. Singer noted that 
even the relatively light promotion to this 
point has dramatically hiked sales of "This 
One's For You," his most recent album in 
New York, Philadelphia and other markets. 

Penney's Promotes 
In the wake of the J.C. Penney chain's re- 

cent decision making record departments 
optional (Cash Box, February 19), Pen- 
ney's ads were observed in Houston, At- 
lanta, Denver, Dallas, Miami and Cleve- 
land, with such top charted LPs as 
"Boston," "Wings Over America" and the 
latest albums by David Bowie, Pink Floyd 
and Neil Diamond being heavily promoted. 

Roger Henry, record buyer for Penney's, 
asserted that none of those promotions was 
an attempt to liquidate inventory in 
preparation for closing a record depart- 
ment. 

John Kaplan, executive vice president of 
Handleman Co., which racks Penney's in 
most of those advertised markets, ex- 
plained that the rack jobber had en- 
couraged Penney's outlets to "be com- 
petitive" by advertising their top product. 
Kaplan expressed optimism that most Pen- 
ney's stores would retain their record units, 
not only through advertising but by "ap- 
pealing to the young buyer." 

"It's their (Penney's) decision," Kaplan 
noted. "All (we can do) is help them im- 
prove their image position. Let's hope they 
make a positive determination." 

Advertised prices for front-line LPs at 
Penney's ranged from $3.99 to $4.33, 
generally in line with the usual sale prices in 
those markets. 

Below Normal Prices 
Mass merchandisers advertising below 

normal prices this week included Sears in 
Detroit, which promoted seven releases for 
$3.97; Thomas Hart stores in Dallas, which 
advertised an all -label sale for $3.99; Sears 
in Los Angeles, which promoted a multi - 
label sale for $3.99; and Luskins in 
Baltimore, which advertised 13 selected 
LPs for $3.99. 

Sears became the third general 
merchandiser in the last two weeks to ad- 
vertise in the Sunday Detroit News. 
Korvettes has been advertising several LPs 

Tull LP Goes Gold 
LOS ANGELES - Jethro Tull's newest LP, 
"Songs From The Wood" on Chrysalis 
Records, has officially been certified gold 
by the RIAA. Released on Feb. 11, the 
album had an initial shipment exceeding 
500.000 units. The Tull LP is the second 
gold album Chrysalis Records has gar- 
nered since the company became indepen- 
dent last September. 

at $2.99 for the past month, following the 
announced opening of a Peaches "super 
store" in the Detroit suburbs (Cash Box, 
February 26). Federal stores, an inner-city 
competitor of Korvettes, also advertised 
"$1 off regular price" on all LPs two weeks 
ago. 

Thomas Hart is the second Dallas mass 
retailer to advertise an all -label sale in the 
past two weeks. The week before, Target 
held a one -week $3.69 all -label sale. 

Prices in Dallas have generally been fall- 
ing for the past two months. Sound 
Warehouse, which has sold LPs as low as 
$3.45, dropped its previous low advertised 
price last week from $3.98 to $3.88 on 
about 10 pop releases. 

A&S Joins Competition 
Abraham and Straus, the 10 -store mass 

retail chain based in New York and New 
Jersey, advertised for the first time this 
week in the Sunday New York Times, 
promoting "Wings Over America" ($13.98 
list) for $7.99 and the rest of the Wings 
catalog on Capitol for $3.99. 

An A&S spokesman said the chain has 
previously advertised records in the New 
York Daily News, but was branching out to 
the Times "to attract a different, broader - 
based (MOR) buyer." The spokesman said 
A&S was currently "getting killed by 
Jimmy's" and other New York retailers ad- 
vertising selected releases at $2.99 (see 
separate story). 

"We've got to stay competitive or our 
record departments can't survive," the 
source concluded. 

A&S was the first New York mass 
merchandiser to lower its advertised price 
to $3.69 last October, but after that move 
"to gain attention," A&S returned to its 
previous $3.99 sale price. 

$7.98 List LPs Advertised 
In another retail development this week, 

ads for the latest releases by Pink Floyd, 
John Denver, Queen, George Benson, 
David Bowie and Fleetwood Mac (all $7.98 
list) were observed in numerous surveyed 
markets. 

After several weeks of sluggish print ad 
campaigns in major Sunday newspapers 
for recently -released $7.98 list LPs, those 
albums were clearly more visible this week. 

Ads for the latest album by David Bowie 
appeared in eight of the 23 surveyed 
markets, compared with only one market 
two weeks ago (Cash Box, February 19). 
Likewise, the latest LP by Pink Floyd was 
promoted in eight surveyed markets com- 
pared with five two weeks ago. The newest 
release by Fleetwood Mac was promoted in 
four surveyed markets this Sunday after 
being released only a week ago. 

While executives from those companies 
releasing higher priced LPs asserted that 
price would not affect their marketing 
strategies (Cash Box, February 19) a sam- 
pling of retailers around the country stated 
that they preferred not to heavily promote 
selected $7.98 releases until there were 
enough of them so that they "wouldn't stick 
out." 

In most of the ads for $7.98 list LPs, the 
albums were promoted with similarly 
priced discs, and/or with multi -record sets. 
With the increasing appearance of $7.98 
LPs on the market, companies are expect- 
ed to schedule even more dealer -tagged 
print ads in the future. 

Stewart's New Co. 
Is Named Interworld

handful of superstars, such as the Beatles 
or the Rolling Stones. However, there is a 
growing realization in the investment com- 
munity that the long-term stability of a 
record company is related to the broadness 
of its artist roster. 

"At this juncture, the companies that 
have the broad roster are insulated - 
they're not subject to an artist fading," 
Steenken asserted. "Others such as MCA 
and ABC have a narrower artist roster and 
potentially have greater risk." In addition, 
he said, the smaller companies are having 
an increasingly hard time developing and 
holding onto major artists because of the 
astronomical costs involved. 

On the other hand, he noted, the outlook 
for MCA Inc. in 1977 is very good, mainly 
because the company should have higher 
revenues and profits from television. "MCA 
is stable in terms of TV because it owns 25% 
of the shows on prime time television," the 
analyst stated. Likewise, the financial pic- 
ture of ABC, Inc. has benefited from the fact 
that it owns the top -rated television 
network. 

At present, the biggest unknown to in- 
vestors and record companies alike has to 
do with the shifting demographics of the 
U.S. population. As people move into the 
25 -45 -year -old age category, are they buy- 
ing as many records as they used to? If the 
answer is no - and there has yet to be a 
meaningful survey on this subject - the in- 
dustry might be faced with a shrinking base 
of youthful consumers. According to this 
scenario, growth rates of record com- 
panies would first begin to drop and then to 
stagnate entirely. If this happened, in- 
vestors would naturally turn to more 
productive securities, and the record in- 
dustry could be in real trouble. 

Steenken suggested that, while older 
people aren't going to stop buying records, 
the companies are going to have to shift 
their marketing strategies radically in order 
to appeal to a more mature audience. 
Meanwhile, he believes changes in 
demographics are already having an ad- 
verse effect on record sales. "I think that, 
over the next 10 years, the record industry 
will lose somewhat of its share of the con- 
sumer's dollar. And I don't think they (com- 
panies) can shift their marketing strategies 
to the degree necessary to maintain the 
(current) growth pattern of 8-10% (an- 
nually), talking unit sales." 

Hard facts to support or refute this theory 
are hard to come by. Last year's NARM 
Consumer Research Study, for example, 
indicated that, while some consumers do 
curtail their record buying as they grow 
older, others just switch from one brand of 
music to another. Additionally, the study 
dealt only with the past and the present; it 
made no projections for the future. 

At a recent meeting with security 
analysts, John D. Backe, president of CBS, 
Inc., made no mention of the effects that 
changing demographics may have on the 
record business. He did, however, predict 
industry -wide sales growth of 10-11% in 
1977. "Dollar sales growth will probably 
continue to outpace unit sales increases," 
he said, "but less dramatically than in the 
past few years. Price increases will 
probably be selective, while unit sales 
growth continues." 

In an interview with Cash Box, David 
Horowitz, office of the president of WCI, 
with the major responsibility for guiding 
WCI's record/music activities, concurred 
that industry -wide unit sales did increase 
during 1976. "I see the domestic industry 
starting to grow again," he said, referring to 
the adverse effect of the recession. "Last 
year, for example, we estimated that sales 
for the industry were up maybe 18% over 
the previous year. And that's really units - 

except as it was affected by some higher - 
priced double albums - because there 
were no price increases during the year. So 
you have the fact that dollar sales were up, 
and most of that was due to unit sales' ris- 
ing." 

Another sign that the record industry has 
recovered from the recession, Horowitz 
said, is the fact that "a number of albums 
are now selling to double, triple and even 
quadruple platinum, which is not a 

phenomenon we've seen for many years. 
The potential for a hit album is higher than it 
has been for a number of years." 

Horowitz said he didn't believe that the 
shift in demographics will hurt the industry. 
"I think a lot of record sales are taking place 
in that 30s, early 40s record -buying group, 
which in itself is tied to the fact that the 
Frampton and the Fleetwood Mac 
(releases) are outselling so many albums. If 

Stevie Wonder is selling that many albums, 
you're selling a lot of people. I think he sells 
quite well in the higher age brackets. If 

you're getting the high numbers, I think you 
have to be selling into the 30s, certainly." 

Besides improvement in the domestic 
record industry, Horowitz saw "tremen- 
dous growth in the international market" 
over the past few years. One sign of this 
growth is the fact that sales of WEA Inter- 
national increased at a faster rate than 
sales of WCI's domestic labels in 1976. 
However, Horowitz pointed out that this dif- 
ference in rates of growth doesn't mean 
that WCI's international record operations 
are faring better than its domestic record 
business. 

"We've only had our own company for 
five or six years," he explained. "Most of the 
other companies - the Columbias and the 
EMIs - have had many, many years of ex- 
perience there (in the foreign market). So 
while we have had great success abroad, 
our sales of local artists there have not been 
as large as our competitors'. On the other 
hand, they've been increasing year by year, 
and our mix of local to international artists 
has been improving. So, for that reason I 

feel we have tremendous potential in 
foreign markets, and that our foreign 
growth rate will be very large. 

Bache of CBS, in contrast, told the 
securities analysts that "the growth of our 
international recorded music business was 
good, although less dramatic than that of 
the domestic division in 1976. As this 
operation and some of its key markets are 
maturing, continuing growth will be more 
moderate than in earlier years when both 
we and the foreign markets were first 
developing." 

Speaking for the investment community, 
Steenken said, "Over an extended period, 
we feel that the foreign market has greater 
potential for growth than the domestic 
market. And certainly this has been true, 
excluding any currency problems, in the 
past year." 

He pointed out that "Columbia's foreign 
sales in '74 and '75 equalled its domestic 
sales, and in terms of profitability, probably 
exceeded them."

Nancy Dignon, record manager at 
Modell's branch in Commack, located ap- 
proximately 50 miles east of New York City, 
said only 100 Eagles LPs were on sale at 
each store, for only two days, as part of a 
Washington's Birthday promotion. 

Dignon said the chain has run one 
current release at that low price in every 
holiday circular for over a year. Previously, 
the latest album by Marilyn McCoo and Billy 
Davis Jr. was advertised for $2 for one day. 

"We've got to try to pull in some 
business, even if it's a heavy loss leader," 
Dignon said. The Commack store is com- 
peting with nearby Jimmy's Music World 
and Korvettes' stores, both selling several 
current releases a week for $2.99. 

No Price War 

Bob Szilagy, vice president and general 
manager of Bee Gee Merchandisers, which 
racks Modell's, said the $2 sale was "ob- 
viously not meant to start a price war," but 
simply to "build a clientele and let people 
know Modell's sells records. With Jimmy's 
and others selling regularly at under $3, you 
have to go below that for a good price 
point." 

Szilagy added that in addition to plann- 
ing about 11 or 12 similar yearly promo- 
tions in its circulars, Modell's hopes to com- 
pete by appealing more to adult buyers, 
with records by artists like Frank Sinatra, 
Tony Bennett, Jerry Vale and Sergio 
Franchi, and albums like "A Star Is Born." 

"We try to make our departments as at- 
tractive as possible, tailor -fitted to the com- 
fort of the (adult) customer. Service, 
catalog and an occasional promotion is the 
only way we can survive. And that's the 
name of the game now, survival."

existing 13 stores. 
Surico explained that the decision by one 

competitor, Abraham & Straus, to begin 
advertising more MOR -oriented product in 
the Times, reflected a widely different view 
of record retailing. The Alexander's buyer 
said his chain, which buys direct from dis- 
tributors, sees records as a profit item as 
well as a promotional tool. 

Like its competitors, Alexander's 
regularly advertises about 10 current 
releases for $2.99, with a regular sale price 
of $3.94. 

First Half Earnings Off 
In a related development, Alexander's 

has projected earnings for the first half of 
fiscal 1977 to be off about 14%, although 
figures are not yet in. Chairman Benjamin 
Bartel told security analysts last week that 
despite overall slumping sales, he expects 
earnings to pick up over the rest of the fiscal 
year. 

Bartel cited the two store openings and 
an expected hike in Sunday sales as 
reasons for optimism. He attributed the 
chain's sluggish performance over the past 
six months as the result of general 
economic, conditions and the "unsettling" 
effects of the November presidential 
election.

"King Size" with wide demographic appeal. No guitar 
solos, but B.B. King could have gotten by on his singing 
alone. 

THE MARK AND CLARK BAND (Columbia 10500) 
Jigsaw Woman (3:03) (Don Kirshner - BMI, Kirshner 
Songs - ASCAP) (Dante, Snow) 

Threads of sixties pop are woven through this debut 
single by a new duo of harmonizing twins. At least three 
catchy melody lines and some arresting electric guitars 
give this a good shot at pop airplay.

HELEN SCHNEIDER (Windsong 10904) (Dist: RCA) 
So Close (3:29) (Out Of Business - BMI) (Holmes) 

This young lady from Brooklyn reveals an intense 
stare on the cover of her debut LP, and this single proves 
that she has a vocal delivery to match. With the help of a 
monster orchestra, she delivers a great Jake Holmes 
song at high energy levels. For easy -listening, pop. 

SIDE EFFECT (Fantasy 792) 
Keep That Same Old Feeling (3:43) (Four Knights - 
BMI) (Henderson) 

Surreal percussion and electronic effects introduce 
this record, a blend of jazz and R&B, tailored for disco 
play. The orchestration really is something special, and 
incisive production assures that every detail rings 
through clearly. 

JOAN BAEZ (A&M 1906) 
O Brother! (2:44) (Chandos - ASCAP) (Baez) 

"Honey what you've been dishing out, you'd never 
want to taste it!" Ms. Baez is not only talking to a relative, 
but uttering the traditional expression of wearied disgust 
in this track from the "Gulf Winds" album. A strong 
melody and a solid rhythm track in support. 

SPINNERS (Atlantic 3382) 
You're Throwing A Good Love Away (3:36) (Mighty Three - BMI) (Marshall, Wortham) 

Snapping back after the top -ten success of "Rubberband Man," the Spinners have 
delivered a single that is subtly melodic at the outset, building to a rhythmic finale. As 
usual with a Thom Bell arrangement/production, there's a hook in every twist and turn 
of the string section. For R&B and pop playlists. 

THE MANHATTANS (Columbia 10495) 
It Feels So Good To Be Loved So Bad (3:58) (Razzle Dazzle - BMI) (Randazzo, Pike, 
Joyce) 

The Manhattans set a relaxed pace through another jingling "doo-wop" ballad, as the 
orchestra towers in the distance. Simple, unpretentious lyrics seem to be another 
strong point in this first single from the "It Feels So Good" album. 

THE ISLEY BROTHERS (T -Neck 2262) (Dist: CBS) 
The Pride (Part 1) (3:25) (Bovina - ASCAP) (laley, Isley, Isley, Jasper, Isley, Isley) 

The pride seems to be the best weapon where fighting the power is concerned. This 
single, from the Isleys' forthcoming album, also has musical similarities to "Fight The 
Power," including a powerful bottom and a squawking clavinet. A sure thing for disco, 
R&B playlists. 

JOHN DENVER (RCA 10911) 
My Sweet Lady (4:47) (Cherry Lane - ASCAP) (Denver) 

Considered a companion piece to his famous "Annie's Song," this is another Denver 
tribute, in song, to his wife. A slow -tempo, melodic song arranged with a huge 
orchestral backup for Denver's solo voice, this is more the type of thing his fans expect. 
From "Greatest Hits, Volume II." 

NARADA MICHAEL WALDEN (Atlantic 3385) 
Delightful (3:00) (Cotillion/Gratitude Sky - BMI) 
(Walden) 

If the artist's name conjures up images of an endless 
drum barrage, rest easy. This edit from his solo debut 
combines mellow lead (his own) and backing vocals with 
a gently syncopated rhythm. Also some inventive electric 
guitar. For varied airplay. 

AQUARIAN DREAM (Buddah 560) 
Phoenix (3:30) (Kama Sutra/Norman Connors/Valda - 
BMI) (Burvick) 

Though this record does use many standard disco 
motifs, there are several catchy harmonies in the chorus 
as well as uncharacteristic hesitating chinks in the 
rhythm. Shining electronic effects on the voices, drums 
and trumpets from this group brought to the label by Nor- 
man Connors. 

FREDA PAYNE (Capitol 4383)

Abbot) 

Ms. Payne's pure -toned vocal quality is given a clear 
showcase with this fast -paced, sassy number. From a 
single containing two "memory" songs, this hotter side is 
far and away the more effective.

We're not sure of exactly how this new dance step 
looks, but Mann's chirping flute work is perfect for this 
lightfooted beat. The first single from "Bird In A Silver 
Cage," the LP that Mann journeyed to Germany to create 
along with some of the musicians behind Silver 
Convention. 

SUPERCHARGE (Virgin 9511) (Dist: CBS) 
Only You (3:18) (Ackee - ASCAP) (Karski) 

Hailing from foreign shores, Supercharge presents a 
pleasant combination of pop and R&B sounds. The use 
of horns and guitars is subtle yet effective, and a light 
feeling pervades. 

DENISE McCANN (Polydor 14374) 
Tattoo Man (3:16) (Lagoon/Edward B. Marks - BMI) 
(McCann) 

A few classic rock progressions are used in this 
original song, sung against a funky rhythm. The tattoo 
man creates an indelible impression in this record aimed 
at pop playlists. 

D.C. LaRUE (Pyramid 8009) (Dist: Roulette) 
Don't Keep It In The Shadows (3:10) (Planetary/Karol- 
ann - ASCAP) (LaRue, Schefrin, Christie) 

Although LaRue's work is most easily categorized in

Some of the vocal qualities of Diana Ross are evident 
in this lady's heartfelt delivery of a solid lyric. The melody 
has a near gospel effect, supported by a reverberant 
backing vocal section.

The "See You In September" gang has resurfaced with 
an effort that keeps up with current trends.

Jazz interest 
comes from Georgie Auld, Buddy Rich and Shaw himself; Jerry 
Gray scored most of the selections. Surely this package is plan- 
ned for collectors but the music is strong enough to interest 
even the most casual fan of the swing era. 

THE JAZZ SINGER - Eddie Jefferson - Inner City 1016 - 
List: 6.98 

Jefferson is the originator of the vocalese style which puts 
lyrics to famous jazz solos and these discoveries from 1959 and 
1961 find him in fine voice. He interprets Coleman Hawkins, 
Lester Young, Charlie Parker and James Moody among others, 
always with an excellent feel for the original solo and a 

meaningful story to tell. Backing is by a medium size band in- 
cluding the James Moody band of the time. Check out "Body & 

Soul" or "Now's The Time." 

THE SAN FRANCISCO CONCERT - Hubert Laws - CTI 
7071 - Producer: Creed Taylor - List: 7.98 

The basic group has Laws' flute accompanied by Bob James 
on keyboards (he also did the arrangements); Glen Deardorff 
on guitar; Gary King on bass; and, Harvey Mason on drums. 
Augmentation is by members of the San Francisco Symphony 
including thirty-one strings and nine horns. The four -tune set is 

similar to other Laws -James collaborations with updated 
classical pieces by Bizet and Rimsky-Korsakoff as well as 
originals from Dave Grusin and Eugene McDaniels. The music 
is funky, melodic and beautifully produced. Another smash for 
Laws. 

THE WAY I FEEL - Sonny Rollins - Milestone 9074 - 
Producer: Orrin Keepnews - List: 6.98 

The way Sonny feels is funky. He has help from Patrioe 
Rushen, Lee Ritenour and Billy Cobham in the rhythm depart- 
ment and horn arrangements by Wade Marcus. Sonny has four 
originals and there are two by George Duke and one from 
Rushen. Rollins' playing here is not the greatest Sonny but it is 
idiomatically ideal and the results provide us with the best 
marria.e to date of what Sonn does best and what he wants to 
do. "Shout It Out" and "Island Lady" would be strong funk per- 
formances by any number of chartmakers. 

YOUNG LOUIS ARMSTRONG - RCA Bluebird AXM2-5519- 
List: 9.98 

A convenient collection of all the RCA recordings by Pops 
during 1932 and '33 just prior to his triumphant European tour. 
Thirty-five tracks, most with vocals and big band accompani- 
ment, provide a showcase for Louis at the top of his game. 
There are too many classics here to begin to single out in- 
dividual tunes but it should be mentioned that the sound here is 
remarkably clean for music recorded forty-five years ago. 

THE FOX - Urbie Green - CTI 7070 - Producer: Creed 
Taylor - List: 7.98 

Trombonist Green is an elegant soloist who has been active 
on the New York scene for many years. Here he leads some of 
the CTI regulars (Joe Farrell, Eric Gale, Andy Newmark) 
through an album made up of good standards and originals. 
The rhythm is thoroughly contemporary and while several of the 
sidemen chip in with good solos it is mostly Green's show. And a 
fine one it is.

Kinks, Angel At Santa Monica ELO & Kiss At The Garden 
Kinks/Sutherland Bros. 

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORIUM, 
Calif. - The reason for the Kinks' amazing 
staying power was soundly demonstrated 
toward the end of the group's two-hour per- 
formance last weekend. 

After closing the main portion of the 
show with a rousing medley of "You Really 
Got Me" and "All Day and All of the Night," 
the group came back and got the audience 
on its feet once again with "Life On the 
Road" from the new "Sleepwalker" album. 

Going back to songs like "Sunny After- 
noon" and "Lola" to "Celluloid Heroes" and 
"Education," lead singer and songwriter 
Ray Davies proved himself to be a master- 
ful and dynamic performer of tunes he has 
penned over the last 13 years. 

Although a temporary breakdown of the 
sound system slowed the pace halfway 
through the set taken from "Schoolboys in 
Disgrace," Davies took it in stride and 
quickly regained momentum once sound 
was restored. 

Through a series of costume changes, by 
both Davies and his two female backup 
vocalists, even more character was added 
to the songs drawn from several of the 
group's concept albums. 

In the most effective moments, such as in 
"Celluloid Heroes," Davies often had the 
audience enchanted with his emotionally 
evocative vocals. His wit, which falls 
somewhere between that of Randy New- 
man and John Lennon, also helped in mak- 
ing a bright. exceptionally well -paced 
show. 

The concert was opened by the 
Sutherland Brothers and Quiver, whose 
melodic and entertaining set, punctuated 
by first-rate harmonies and tight in- 
strumental delivery, was well received by 
the capacity crowd.

Blondie 
THE WHISKEY. WEST HOLLYWOOD - 
Blondie. like other "underground" head- 
liners recently arrived from New York, met 
with an enthusiastic reception in their west 
coast debut. The band is an eclectic 
pastiche of clearly defined personalities 
and uniformly good musicians, and perfor- 
mances are tight and well -rehearsed. 

Deborah Harry, lead singer, is the 
archetypal blonde bombshell, and true to 
her Playboy bunny background, she ex- 
udes a sexuality that is both clean and mis- 
chievious. She demonstrated a sure 
delivery that could fit a much more conser- 
vative repertoire, but her costuming 
precluded this possibility. The outfits Harry 
wears are straight out of the rock and roll 
heydays. complete with sunglasses and 
vintage Nancy Sinatra boots. While the 
band lays down driving rhythms. Harry 
lashes out at the audience in a lament, 
detailing in song how she was picked up by 
an undercover cop ("X Offender") or how 
giant insects might devour the world ("At- 
tack of the Giant Ants"). It is a strange and 
heady brew. 

The instrumentals are played expertly, 
with just the right amount of kitsch. The 
styles and licks that are integral to a fif- 
ties/sixties collage find enthusiastic inter- 
pretations, and Clement Burke's drum 
work is nothing short of amazing. There is 

an almost perfect integration of precision 
and superfast strokes, tempered by an 
eerily fluid stick movement. His percussion 
intro to one selection was as clean a carbon 
of Ron Wilson's "Wipe Out" as the com- 
poser could desire. 

Blondie appeared with the Ramones, 
who gave a forceful rendition of four basic 
chords after a couple of false starts, and 
Tom Petty and the Heartbreakers, who 
demonstrated no -gimmick rock and roll at 
its best.

Angel/Rockicks 
SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORIUM, 
Calif. - Angel is a visual treat. Although the 
theatrics are a little overdone, the Doug 
Henning -type routine for entrance and exit 
found favor with the young audience. Un- 
fortunately, the magic disappeared when 
Angel started to play, revealing the mem- 
bers to be mere mortals. 

There is a volume level that is optimal for 
hard rock/heavy metal specialists. It is a 

plateau just a notch above very loud and a 

step below pain. It is both an auditory and 
tactile awakening, wherein you can hear the 
distinctions between notes as well as feel 
the power in a well -formed bass line. At this 
level the volume may occasionally be in- 
creased, used as an instrument to 
punctuate a particular phrase or accent a 
chord that otherwise would have remained 
obscure. In Angel's Santa Monica perfor- 
mance this was impossible, as the chance 
of a crescendo surfacing was sacrificed in 
the first selection. Lyrics were over- 
shadowed to the point of camouflage. 

The monologues intended to elicit 
audience response were cries for applause 
that Angel should immediately delete. I, for 
one, am tired of being asked 40 times at 110 
decibels if I am having a good time, and if I 

am ready for rock and roll (yawn). Play, 
don't talk. 

Perhaps what is so frustrating about 
Angel is that it is a band that seems to fight 
itself. When the instrumentals allow the 
vocals to appear the results are clear and 
precise, and more shadings should surface 
as Frank Bimino's considerable talents

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC - For 
all their innate pop appeal, Electric Light 
Orchestra's attainment of sellout headline 
status at venues of this size has been a long 
steady climb. Perhaps this is for the best, 
since they have grown into their grand - 
scaled show gracefully, preserving the sub- 
Iteties that made their performances in 
small theaters such a delight. Of course, the 
bigger -than -life slidescreen was there to 
satisfy the visual hunger of 17,000 -plus in 
the audience, but the computerized laser 
light show, keyed in with the solo perfor- 
mances of Electric Light Orchestra's string 
players Nick Kaminsky and Hugh Mc- 
Dowell, was played out beyond the limits of 
good taste. 

These effects, while important in coping 
with a juvenile attention span over long dis- 
tances, have nothing to do with music, and 
ELO's execution was as tight and 
professional as ever. Beginning with album 
material aimed at their more ardent and 
knowledgeable fans, Jeff Lynne led the 
group through a set characterized by 
steadily increasing hit potential. "Can't Get 
It Out Of My Head" was introduced with the 
dramatic voice from "The Wizard Of Oz," 
and drummer Bev Bevan aroused his par- 
ticular cult of fans as he emerged from 
behind his kit to add some tamborine and 
contrabass backing vocals to "Strange 
Magic." The group's recent big single, 
"Livin' Thing," evoked the greatest 
response, and the crowd was also quite 
receptive to "Evil Woman," and "Show -

Kiss/Sammy Hagar 
MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC - The 
Year Of The Serpent was ending its first full 
day, and fireworks had been easily ob- 
tainable in the city. Aside from Orientals, 
members of the Kiss Army had obviously 
been among the heaviest consumers. One 
"soldier" in full black and white Kiss 
makeup went so far as to duplicate Gene 
Simmons' fire breathing antics from the 
highest balcony at intermission. At this con- 
cert standing ovations began with the un- 
veiling of Peter Criss' mammoth drumkit, 
set high center on a stage and designed to 
simulate a desolate, vaguely medieval fan- 
tasy world. From then on, matches and can- 
dles were the order of the evening, and 
when select props on stage shot towers of 
flame into the air, the heat flushed one's 
cheeks. The uninitiated should bear in 
mind that a member in the Kiss Army is 
rarely over sixteen years of age, and that 
this crowd included many twelve, eleven 
and ten year olds, often collected under the 
tutelage of an overseeing adult, circus 
style. 

It's easy to talk about the audience at a 
Kiss concert however, but more puzzling to 
analyze the band that opened with "Detroit 
Rock City" this evening. They have written a 
few memorable tunes, very few lacking the 
words "rock" and "roll" somewhere in the 
lyric. Songs such as "Rock And Roll All 
Night" and "Shout It Out Loud" are brilliant 
where audience participation is concerned. 
Kiss proved its musical versatility with 
several selections on the new Casablanca 
album, "Rock And Roll Over," and of 
course their biggest single hit, the ballad 
"Beth," sung over a prerecorded 
soundtrack this evening by Criss, the 
group's most competent vocalist. 

Theatrics, however, seem to be the most 
important part of a Kiss concert, and no ex- 
pense was spared on the visual end. 
Guitarist Ace Frehley ended his unaccom- 
panied solo with a "phoenix" scenario, 
leaving his pulsating guitar to explode in a 
stand, and re-emerging in a flash of light at 
that precise moment. Bassist Simmons is a 
three -headed rock-and-roll godzilla, 
breathing fire, creating monster groans 
with sound effects on his bass, and gurgling 
stage blood to the music (projected in 
close-up color via a hugh closed-circuit TV 
screen). The finale was a kick -out -the -jams 
display utilizing nearly every prop 
simultaneously, with Criss at the drums 
levitating high over the stage to the sound 
of bursting bombs. Nowhere else in rock 
can such a spectacle be found. 

Opening for Kiss, and no mean feat at 
that, was Capitol artist Sammy Hagar. With 
a tight ensemble of musicians to back him, 
Hagar, a graduate of Montrose, spun 
through a set that featured material from 
his "all Red" Capitol album. Hagar kept the 
crowd entertained with a few fast moving 
jams and en emotive, power -chording ren- 
dition of Donovan's "Catch The Wind."

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AFTRA Contract 
Talks To Be Held 
In Nashville 

by Lola Scobey 

NASHVILLE - For the first time in history, 
negotiations for a new three-year agree- 
ment between AFTRA (American Federa- 
tion of Television and Radio Artists) and the 
phonograph industry will be held in 
Nashville, according to David Maddux, ex- 
ecutive secretary of the Nashville local. 

The current contract expires on March 
31, and two days of preliminary negotia- 
tions establishing ground rules and setting 
out initial proposals will be held March 8 
and 9 in the ASCAP building in Nashville. 

"We are very gratified that the negotia- 
tions will begin here," Maddux stated, "as a 

sign of the phonograph industry's recogni- 
tion of the growing importance of recording 
activity in Nashville." The union local will 
host a reception for the press March 7 at 
Spence Manor. 

"We always want to achieve a new con- 
tract before the expiration of the current 
agreement," Maddux continued, noting 
that AFTRA's network television contract 
that expired in November 1976 is still 
pending. "But due to the very comprehen- 
sive nature of this agreement, we certainly 
don't anticipate an agreement's being 
reached during the two days in Nashville." 

No Info Available 
Turning to the major areas of discussion, 

Maddux explained that, in order not to pre- 
judice the talks, no information on specific 
issues will be made available to the press 
until they arise in the negotiations. 

Each negotiating team will consist of five 
to 10 members. Bud Wolff, national ex- 
ecutive secretary of AFTRA, will lead the 
union delegation. It was not known at press 
time who will be representing the recording 
industry. 

AFTRA has approximately 30,000 mem- 
bers nationwide, including 800 in the 
Nashville local, which represents members 
in both Nashville and Memphis. 

George Klein, Former WHBQ PD, 
Faces Charges In Arbitron Diary Theft 
MEMPHIS - George Klein, former 
program director at WHBQ, along with 
postal employee Robert Neil Wammack, 
has been charged in a Memphis federal 
court with allegedly stealing and tampering 
with Arbitron radio diaries. The four -count 
indictment accuses each of the men of 
"conspiracy to commit mail theft" (count 
one) and "aiding and abetting in the 
possession of stolen mail" (counts two 
through four, one count for each of the Ar- 
bitron diaries allegedly stolen). 

A newswriter at WHBQ stated that the 
alleged diary alterations caused the station 
to "move from seventh to second place in 

the Arbitron ADI (area of dominant in- 
fluence) ratings." 

Klein's attorney, James Eikner, told Cash 
Box that the arraignment would be March 
2. "I accompanied Mr. Klein to the federal 
marshall's office, where he was served. We 
will plead 'not guilty' to all four charges." 

The federal charges are the first issued in 
connection with the Arbitron diary theft. 
The tampering resulted in a reissue of the 
April/May 1976 Memphis Radio Market 
Report (Cash Box, Nov. 6, 1976). A second 
tampering investigation is under way con- 
cerning an Arbitron theft in the San Jose 
area (Cash Box, Nov. 20, 1976).

Payola Hearings Enter 2nd Week; Sonderling Testifies

Egmont Sonderling, president of Son- 
derling Broadcasting (owner of one televi- 
sion and 11 radio properties), stood by his 
station's DJ staff. He said it never crossed 
his mind that DJ's might use the airwaves to 
promote their private interests. DJ's should 
not be allowed to have financial involve- 
ment in the production or distribution or 
records, the operation of record stores or 
record companies, he believes; but he 
regards concert promotion as another mat- 
ter entirely. "It is very important to give 
them (DJ's) and the station exposure," he 
testified. In fact, the corporation would en- 
courage DJ's "to be seen all over town." 

But is there a conflict of interest when an 
artist's records are on a station's playlist 
and the same artist is being promoted in 
concert by the station, he was asked. "It just 
didn't occur to us, perhaps wrongly," he 

said. 
On -air plugs for concerts and the par- 

ticipation of station staffers in concert 
promotion are permissible under FCC rules 
and much speculation last week centered 
on what new rules outlawing such practices 
may come out of these hearings. 

Boyle Testimony 
At the start of last week's hearings, Jack 

Boyle outlined his dealings with the DJ's (he 
was unable to elaborate on several deals 
which he said were handled by co - 
promoter Washington), and similarly gave 
a lesson in how to promote a concert. Boyle 
has an exclusive contract with the 18,000 - 
seat Capitol Center to do a certain number 
of concerts/certain amount of profit each 
year, and, he claims, in only one instance 
has he kept another promoter out of the 
Center: "I said under no terms could DJ 

Productions come into Capitol Center" in 
1974. His decision was based on what he 
called - with deliberate choice of words - 
the firm's "business ethics." He confirmed 
that threats were made to the managers of 
Earth, Wind & Fire, that the DJ's would not 
play the group's records unless they signed 
with DJ Productions; hence, the DJ's won 
first refusal rights for the group's next tour 
in D.C. 

Recounted Payment 
Boyle also recounted the $14,000 pay- 

ment to seven WOL DJ's in 1975 for their 
services in promoting the EW&F concert. 
But he spelled out the finances more 
clearly: the $14,000 came out of what the 
group would have made, not from the 
promoters' earnings. It was EW&F giving 
$14,000 to the DJ's, he acknowledged to 
Judge Joseph Stirmer. 

Boyle added another detail: in the fall of 
'76, Natalie Nealson, manager of Graham 
Central Station in San Francisco, called him 
to say she was "under pressure." Alleged- 
ly, Warner Brothers Records wanted the 
group to play for the WOL DJ's in Washing- 
ton, so that the station would give their rec- 
ords heavy airplay. At that time, Boyle said 
he was in touch with his attorney, Jason 
Shrinsky, and that they were taking the 
matter to the FCC. He told Ms. Nealson to 
"stick to her guns" and refuse to sign with 
the DJ's - and "that's what she did." 

Throughout his testimony, Boyle 
emphasized that "these DJ's are like 
anyone else trying to make a living," and he 
doesn't blame them, he said. He holds the 
station management responsible for any 
problems.

Asked how he was feeling before the 
hearings first started, Feb. 16, Egmont Son- 
derling, 71, replied, "Well, I took a couple of 
pills, but I've worried them off." If he was 
nervous when it came time for him to testify, 
he didn't show it. Despite an oft -referred -to 
ailing back, he seemed well prepared and 
at ease on the stand. 

The first correspondence from 
Washington's lawyer Jason Shrinsky, 
dated April 6, 1976, was dismissed by Son- 
derling at first as "a crank letter." The letter 
filled with "threats" (on behalf of Dimen- 
sions Unlimited, self -described "substan- 
tial advertiser" on WOL), threats to involve 
practically "the whole federal government," 
according to Sonderling, combined with 
the offer to buy WOL, he said, "seemed to 
us a continuing process of extortion." 

Every problem that had been raised by 
Washington and Shrinsky had been 
resolved in the policy revision that month, 
he said. Sonderling thinks the gripe was a 

more personal matter: "I was told by all my 
people," he said, that Washington was "out 
to get Edwards" - meaning, to have DJ Mel 
Edwards, president of DJ Productions, 
fired by WOL. 

Sonderling explained the music policy, 
formulated in 1967, by which WOL's 40 - 
record playlist is drawn up; he also sup- 
plied an analysis of the WOL 16 -minute for- 
mat clock, the DJ Weekly Report and 
reports on restriction of outside activities 
and receipt of gifts, and outlined corporate 
hiring/firing and other policies. 

Station policies have been revised as of 
April 1976, he said, on all relevant points. 
Changes were: to eliminate intros and 
outros of records when involving ap- 
pearances by the artist in the D.C. area; to 
end interviews with record artists; ter- 
minating the right of DJ's to run concerts 
featuring major recording artists in the D.C. 
area; and to forbid any more than the six 
concerts already under contract for 1976 at 
the time the new policy went into effect. And 
WOL management accepted the resigna- 
tion of Mel Edwards as music director. 

Reasons For Change 
There were four reasons for the changes, 

he said: concert promotion was becoming a

A Washington media 
broker said the more realistic value of 
Washington, D.C.'s top soul station is "$5 to 
$6 million.") 

Made No Effort 
Sonderling said he has made no specific 

effort to find out whether DJ's have hidden 
interests in any other concert promotion 
firms; still unanswered is the FCC counsel's 
question about a connection between 
Edwards and Nouveau Riche promoters 
(Edwards' signature is allegedly on a check 
from that company.) 

Also, the corporation did not attempt to 
look into charges which brought about a 
lawsuit in Richmond, Va., against Edwards, 
alleging he used his DJ position to unfair 
advantage to book acts. 

Asked about a record by Uraeus, a local 
group promoted by DJ Productions, played 
in December '75 although it was not on the 
WOL playlist, Sonderling said it was station 
policy to give local black groups limited ex- 
posure. And if a DJ elects to play the 
records regardless of the playlist?, FCC 
counsel asked. "We wouldn't like it. We 
would not permit excessive play," Sonderl- 
ing said. 

Hearings continue this week with 
testimony from the WOL disc jockeys - 
likely focusing on that of Mel Edwards.

Total Boycott Of WEA LPs By NOW 
Continues Despite Elektra's Moves 
LOS ANGELES - The boycott of all War- 
ner/Elektra/Asylum product by the Califor- 
nia National Organization of Women (NOW) 
and Women Against Violence Against 
Women (WAVAW) will continue, despite 
assurances by Elektra/Asylum board 
chairman Joe Smith that it is the company's 
policy not to use images (specifically on 
album covers) portraying physical or sex- 
ual violence against women. 

Jeane Bendorf, California NOW coor- 
dinator, indicated after meeting with Smith 
that the boycott will continue until all three 
WEA companies have met the coalition's 
demands. "We are pleased to learn of 
Elektra/Asylum's policy," stated Bendorf, 
"although it's unfortunate that in the past 
some objectionable material was dis- 
tributed." Bendorf indicated that the 
meeting with Smith was more productive 
than an earlier meeting with Warner Bros.

Somehow, before the end of spring, they will squeeze in a British tour, an 
American tour, and the recording of a new album. "Any group's first album will show a cer- 
tain degree of influences," stated Waite (Free was one that Brock mentioned), "but our 
second will define a strong individual identity." 

THE SONGWRITER SPEAKS - "I like a good old-fashioned melody and an upbeat," 
mused Justin Hayward, stopping at Cash Box to discuss his new and first solo album, "The 
Songwriter." (Incidentally, there is no truth to the theory which has been circulated naming 
hypnotic trances as the inspiration for Hayward's new collection of songs.) We asked 
Hayward, a vocalist and guitarist of note in addition to a songwriter of recognized talent, 
what distinguishes the true songwriter. Is it the day one of your tunes is covered by Andy 
Williams? "I knew I was a songwriter when one of my songs ("Nights In White Satin") was 
covered by Eric Burdon and War. I don't think I'll ever top that one, at least in terms of 
total performances." For Hayward's former group, Moody Blues, "Nights" was probably 
the biggest hit, yet Hayward showed a reluctance to go the solo route when the band split 
about three years ago. He explained that he had begun a project with Mike Pinder, who was 
forced to leave England due to tax problems. (Hayward is now the only former Moody Blue 
who resides in Great Britain.) John Lodge then hooked up with Hayward, and Blue Jays 
was born. After two albums as part of Blue Jays, Hayward felt that "there was no point in 
taking it any further." Like the Moody Blues breakup, he did not look forward to the oc- 
currence, yet he could "see it coming." 

For now, Hayward finds England to be the easiest place for him to write and record, 
namely at the Moody Blues' own Threshold Studios, one of the best equipped in the U.K. 
He will be playing a few showcases there with his new six -piece band, and hopes to tour the 
states sometime this year. To the inevitable question of the Moody Blues reforming, 
Hayward quipped, "I don't know; I keep phoning the newspapers to ask if they've heard 
anything!" Seriously, he could only offer, "It stands a chance."

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Opry Forbids Members From 
Playing In Rival ACE Shows

NASHVILLE - To avoid "diluting the value 
of its artists," the Grand Ole Opry has an- 
nounced that Opry members may not per- 
form in Nashville on package shows which 
are scheduled on the same days as Opry 
shows, or the Opry member will forfeit his 
Opry membership, according to Jerry 
Strobel, Grand Ole Opry public relations 
manager. 

Although Opry officials declined to corrt- 
rnent on what specifically prompted this 
decision. it appears to have been made in

response to a series of 42 summer package 
shows to be staged in Nashville's War 
Memorial Audito;ium by the Association of 
Country Entertainers (ACE). 

Although shows similar in format to the 
Opry, such as the Louisiana Hayride, have 
been in existence in other cities for many 
years, the ACE shows are believed to be the 
first continuous series of country shows in- 
side Nashville which the Opry has had to 
confront. 

"When we began planning these shows 
in September, we were in full communica- 
tion with the Opry," stated Paul Soelberg, 
director of publicity for ACE. "Then in 
December, we were notified by Bud Wen- 
dell at the Opry that the Opry would have to 
take a different approach and would not 
allow any of their artists to play on our 
weekend shows or the artists would lose 
their membership iri the Opry. I don't know 
why they developed this policy, but they did 
say ACE shows are in competition with the 
Opry." 

Bud Wendell, general manager of the 
Li rand Ole Opry and Opryland, deferred 

comment on the situation to Hal Durham, 
manager of the Grand Ole Opry. Describing 
the decision as an "agreement" between 
the Opry management and membership, 
Durham stated, "In order to maintain the 
uniqueness, quality and excellence which 
the public has come to expect from the 
Opry, the membership and management of 
the Grand Ole Opry have agreed that Opry 
members will not perform on any package 
shows scheduled on the same day as an 
Opry performance. As currently scheduled 
for the summer, that includes Friday, Satur- 
day and Sunday." 

The Opry/ACE stand-off is tinged with 
irony due to the fact that one of the primary 
reasons for ACE's formation was to protect 
and support the more traditional type of 
country music which characterizes the 
Opry shows. Asa result, there is con- 
siderable overlap in membership between 
the two organizations. Of the 150 ACE 
members, 60 are members of the Grand 
Ole Opry. These 60 include the majority of 
the individuals in the Opry's 61 acts. 

Although several individual Opry perfor- 
mers have expressed dissatisfaction with 
the policy, Strobel stressed that there is no 
animosity between the two organizations

Conducted in 16 major markets, the 
study provided a demographic analysis of 
the total population divided into four main 
groups: men, age 18 or more; teens, be- 
tween the ages of 12 and 17; women, 18 and 
older and total persons 12 and above. 

The study further broke each of the four 
categories into two segments, comparing 
black listening time with that of the total 
radio audience. 

The report said black teens between 12 
and 17 years of age spend 68.9% of their 
radio time listening to black -formatted sta- 
tions.

And, of fifty-two 
editions of the Chicago Tribune magazine last year, eight of them had cover stories on 
music personalities including Johnny Cash, Diana Ross, Kris Kristofferson & Barbra Strel- 
sand, Donnie & Marie Osmond, Chevy Chase, Dolly Parton, Olivia Newton -John and 
Natalie Cole ...

To celebrate his recent signing and fifteen years of recording for 
Capitol, Glen Campbell was given a wall of gold to honor Campbell's more successful ef- 
forts for the label. Out of 32 albums and 44 singles during his tenure, Campbell has had 3 
gold singles, 11 gold albums, five platinum and one double platinum album. Not bad, Glen. 

THE FLUTIST AND THE FLUX - Jethro Tull's Ian Anderson has a bit o'the bug and has 
been advised by his physician to postpone the first four dates of the group's U.S. tour, 
scheduled to begin in San Diego on Feb 23. The L.A. area dates have now been 
rescheduled for the latter part of the tour in April. The new starting venue will be the 
Oakland Coliseum on Mar. 1 ... John Cale returns to the LA rock scene for his first west 
coast appearance since the Velvet Underground when he plays the Starwood Mar 7-9. He 

leaves for Europe next month but is record label shopping in the meantime ... Lee 
Michaels also re-emerged recently when the as yet unsigned musician played the Golden 
Bear, selling out every performance and reportedly turning away 1,000 disappointed fans 
... Fresh is embarking on a quickie tour of the traditional breakout markets when they 
open a 20 date tour with Wild Cherry in Dothan, Alabama on March 4 ... Bread will hit the 
road again on Mar. 8 at Kansas State University in Manhattan, after a four year absence. It 
is the first tour for them since re-forming the group last summer ... George Benson and 
Tower of Power will play the Aladdin Theatre in Las Vegas fora special one-night show on 
March 6. 

ROCK AND A BIGGER ROLL - The Anaheim Stadium, host park for the California 
Angels, has finally found the solution to their money problems - rock concerts. The facility 
had operated in the red for many years because local fans had not supported the Angels' 
home games. But in 1970 the stadium management booked the Who and, although the 
concert was a sellout, the mass arrests that followed created such a furor that no hard rock 
acts were booked there again until 1976, when tempers had cooled, times had changed 
and red ink was still being used in the accounting ledgers. But in 1976, no less than six ma- 
jor concerts were held at the facility and four of these grossed over $2 million, giving the 
stadium a healthy profit for the year.

Stadium management has admitted that there is a connection 
between rock concerts and healthier box office and will host several major acts this spring 
and summer.

Levon Helm, singer 
and drummer for The Band, has signed with ABC to do solo albums, although he still plans 
to record with the Band. Since they no longer tour, however, Helm will hit the road for a tour 
following the release of his debut album in April... Les McCann has signed with ABC. His 
first album for the label is scheduled for spring release and will be produced by Esmond 
Edwards. 

A MATTER OF RECORD - Roger Daltrey has finished his third solo album and expects 
an April release ... Word is that Atlantic still plans to release a live album of the Roiling 
Stones in the spring even though the group has recently signed with EMI ... Bad Com- 
pany's latest is expected the second week of March ... The Meters are breaking a Long- 

standing tradition of recording all their work in New Orleans and will travel to the Bay Area 
to record at the new fully -automated Automatt. David Rubinson is producing... In another 
first. Pete Moore is leaving his partners, The Miracles, to work on a separate project in the 
studio. He will produce the Curtis Brothers for CBS ... Johnny Guitar Watson finished his 
album not long ago and expects a mid -March release ... Bones Howe is in the studio 
producing the debut album of Timberline, a new group on MCA. Timberline recently drop- 
ped in on the promotion department at Epic to deliver 23 baby pine trees, one of their 
favorite gifts. At every college they play, they donate 10 pine trees to the school, in their bow 
to the environment. 

THE BAND WITH THE 9UXOM BALL POINT - He was the first black performer to tour 
South Africa with a white band, but George McCrae must have something else going, too. 
According to Rolling Stone, McCrae also put many miles on his pen autographing female 
fans' breasts. It seems a crowd of signature seekers formed outside his dressing room one 
evening where a Bantu woman lifted her blouse and asked for his autograph.

and that the policy was not formulated 
"against ACE." The day after his original 
statement, Soelberg contacted Cash Box 
to state that ACE had "adopted a policy that 
no Opry member can play on ACE week- 
end shows" and that "the Association as an 
organization does not have any bad feel- 
ings toward WSM," owners of the Opry. 

Stating that similar policies are "not un- 
precedented in the music industry" Strobel 
likened the policy to an exclusive perfor- 
mance agreement made between a 

promoter and an artist when the promoter 
books the artist into a particular city. When 
asked if, assuming the Opry's policy was 
not made in response to the ACE shows, 
the policy applied across the board to any 
package show that might play Nashville, 
Strobel replied, "Well, it's not an ironclad 
rule. In rare cases there might be some ex- 
ceptions." 

ACE Serles 
The ACE series, called The Nashville 

Jubilee, will debut in April with four Satur- 
day shows, featuring six to eight acts 
presenting full length performances. 

One of the stated aims of ACE is to help 
alleviate the loss of income some 
traditionally oriented country acts are ex- 
periencing due to a drop-off in bookings 
because of their inability to get airplay on 
country radio stations, which are in- 
creasingly moving to shorter, more modern 
playlists. 

Noting that Opry performances are fre- 
quently sold out months in advance, 
Soelberg stated, "We are simply trying to 
make country talent available to more 
visitors. A lot of entertainers are traveling 
out of town to get to the fans, while the fans 
are traveling into Nashville and don't get to 
see the talent. We'd like to save everybody 
a little gasoline." 

ACE shows will be under AFTRA jurisdic- 
tion and Soelberg stated that a "high" 
starting scale of $200 will be paid the artists, 
with sidemen receiving $40.

Revenues in the quarter were $7,089,000 
compared with $5,723,000 last year. 

For the first six months of fiscal 1977 net 
earnings were $689,000, or 36 cents per 
share, versus $742,000, or 39 cents per 
share in fiscal 1976. Net earnings during 
this period include a foreign exchange tran- 
slation gain of $224,000, or 12 cents per 
share. in fiscal 1977, and a translation loss 
of $321.000, or 17 cents per share, in 
restated fiscal 1976. Revenues for the six 
months were $14,439,000 versus $12,069,- 
000 for the same period last year. 

The company attributed the increase in 
revenues to the inclusion of the Muntz 
Manufacturing and Kingdom of Oz 
businesses acquired during the fourth 
quarter of fiscal 1976. The decline in net

TORONTO - Eastern Sound is consider- 
ing the Installation of a Neve Necam 
system, which would make it one of three 
studios In the world with a computerized 
mixdown unit as part of its standard equip- 
ment. 

Salim Sachedina, studio manager at 
Eastern, said that plans to install the Neve 
Necam equipment, along with a new Neve 
24 -track board, are part of an overall up- 
dating plan to be put into effect shortly. At 
present, Eastern Sound operates with one 
24 -track board and a second studio that of- 
fers eight -track facilities. 

Sachedina Is also interested In forming a 
studio managers association in Canada to 
overcome what he calls "unnecessary 
overheads" created by bad debts. 

According to Sachedina, "At present it is 

possible for an independent producer to 
run up bills at a studio and when it comes 
time to pay, he walks out and shops at all 
the other studios in town. The way the 
system works now, because of competition, 
no studio manager is going to call up the 
other fellow at another studio to warn about 
poor credit risks." 

Tariffs Too High 
Sachedina would also like to see an 

association formed to lobby in Ottawa 
about the high import taxes paid on studio 
equipment, a tariff that can increase the 
cost of a piece of equipment by as much as 
25 percent over what a U.S. studio pays. 

Eastern Sound was the first Toronto - 
based studio to offer true 24 -track facilities 
and has been a regular recording spot for 
names such as Gordon Lightfoot and 
Murray McLauchlan, and was recently used 
by Elton John to record "Blue Moves." 

'Evita' LP Goes Gold 
LONDON - "Evita," the double album 
opera written by Tim Rice and Andrew 
Lloyd Webber, has gone double gold in the 
UK. "Don't Cry For Me, Argentina," the 
single by Julie Covington, which has top- 
ped the UK chart, has exceeded 500,000 
sales, and the parent album, released last 
November, has sold over the value of 250,- 
000 pounds. 

Tony Christie has re-recorded his solo 
song from the opera called "On This Night 
Of A Thousand Stars" for single release, 
and another participant, Barbara Dickson, 
is releasing her feature song, "Another 
Suitcase In Another Hall," which recently 
won Capital Radio's "People's Choice" disk 
poll. 

The "Evita" album has already been 
launched in America, and Rice and Lloyd 
Webber were recently in Amsterdam for the 
European audio-visual presentation 
launch.
