No clear pattern emerges from the recently completed NARM Convention. 
Probably the greatest area of concern to the overall record industry is why the 
issues aired at previous NARM conventions are never followed up - for example, 
the discussions on the growing adult market and returns from the past few years. 

For better or worse, the issue that is always guaranteed to create discussion and 
controversy has suddenly become an issue that may not be discussed: price and 
pricing ramifications. It seemed as if a cloud hung over the entire convention, what 
with the uncertainty of the Grand Jury investigations. In fact, whereas past NARMs 
have created such "stars" as Neil Bogart and Joe Smith, this year's "star" would 
have to be Earl Kintner, NARM's legal counsel. Kintner and his staff were every- 
where, forbidding "questionable" price -related discussions. Someone even joked 
that the convention sounded more like a meeting of the American Bar Association. 

But while price may not be discussed, other issues should have been. First and 
foremost is the "great northwest experiment," where the Fred Meyer company has 
dropped their two rack jobbers and gone into direct buying. Is this the wave of the 
future? Will other mass merchandisers do the same? Are they considering it? 
Could these moves signal the beginning of the demise of the rack jobber? These 
issues, crucial issues for merchandiser and manufacturer as well, should have re- 
ceived much wider airing. And a representative from Fred Meyer should have been 
invited to address the convention, or a panel, on what his company plans. 

There were other problems with NARM's focus. It seems as if the convention has 
become one giant party, with entertainment overshadowing the meetings. And it's a 
shame when the outside speakers invited draw larger crowds, are more prepared 
and have better presentations, than speakers from inside the industry. 

NARM needs to address itself to the problems of all merchandisers, and the 
problems facing the entire merchandising community. Unfortunately the record 
manufacturers - whose product the merchandisers are selling - are still rele- 
gated to second class, "associate member" status. We would venture to say that 
from a financial standpoint, NARM owes its existance to the record manufacturers, 
whose cocktail parties, dinners, lunches and overall support practically make the 
convention possible. The Bob Feads, George Steeles, Jack Craigos and Jack 
Kiernans should not just be advisors, but should have a more direct role. For in 
reality it is their product that we all are selling.

NARM Scores A Questionable Success

LOS ANGELES - On the eve of the re- 

cently completed National Association Of 
Recording Merchandisers (NARM) con- 
vention, two distinct issues seemed to com- 
mand the greatest amount of industry -wide 
interest - how successful will selected, 
stratified list pricing be and is the future of 

rack jobbing as perilous as recent develop- 
ments indicate. However, during the four - 
day gathering, little, if anything, was 
resolved regarding these matters, and no 

firm direction was provided for the future. 
This year's annual event, held at the Cen- 

tury Plaza Hotel, was NARM's most suc- 
cessful on many levels. More than 1600 
people, the largest number ever, attended, 
and the event was sold -out earlier than in 

any previous year. However, the spectre of 
the current grand jury investigations reined 
at nearly every juncture of the meetings and 
seminars and substantially altered the 
course of events. 

Earl W. Kintner, legal counsel for the 
industry -wide organization, probably affec- 
ted more discussion than any manufacturer 
or retailer. He was certainly the most visible 
attendee at the convention, serving as a 

constant reminder of the on -going inquiries 
into a number of record industry practices 

and procedures. 
As a result, it became nearly impossible 

to adequately discuss the current status of 
independent distribution or the prolifer- 
ation of lowballing in the marketplace. 
Every time dialogues turned to compet- 
itive practices, Kintner or a member of 
his staff interrupted participants, noting 
that NARM could not allow discussion to 
continue in that particular vein. It happened 
at the rack jobber session, at the indepen- 
dent distributor luncheon, and several 
times at the retailer session. 

Business Sessions 
It was against such a back -drop that the 

formal business sessions were held. Walter 
Yetnikoff, president of the CBS/Records 
Group, delivered the keynote address in 
which he highlighted "100 Years Of Recor- 
ded Sound" in relation to current problems 
and goals in the industry (see complete text 
of Yetnikoff's speech on page 47). 

What followed during the remainder of 
the business sessions were a series of 
panel discussions by a number of key ex- 
ecutives in manufacturing, retailing and 
rack jobbing and several speeches by in- 
dividuals outside the industry. Curiously, 
the latter group of presentations were both 
better attended and more enthusiastically 
received than the former.

Dr. Mortimer Feinberg demonstrated for 
the second consecutive year that he could 
address himself to a serious subject, this 
time "Corporate Bigamy," combining just 
the right mix of adroit rhetoric and 
humorous aside. Dr. Pierre Rinfret 
provided, perhaps, the most informative 
discourse with his observations of 
economic theory. Even Alex Haley, author 
of "Roots," captured the imagination of a 

considerable audience as he has done in a 

variety of mediums. 
Panels Sparsely Attended 

The industry -oriented panels paled by 
comparison. They were generally sparsely 
attended, as was the case with "The Gram- 
my: How To Make The Most Of It" and "The 
Merchandise Mart ...". In fact, because 
Haley's address ran longer than expected, 
one panel, "Record Industry Advertising 

." was cancelled. 
Some convention attendees felt the poor 

turnout for meetings was due to the restric- 

tions placed on discussion. Others blamed 
the general nature of the panels which 
tended to discourage specificity. In any 
event, the biggest NARM ever will not be 
remembered solely for that fact. 

Exhibitors Changing 
Once again, NARM allocated space for 

exhibitors to display their products. How- 
ever, there appears to be an increasing 
shift in the types of organizations renting 
booths for such purpose. Over the past sev- 
eral years, more and more paraphenalia 
manufacturers have utilized NARM as a 

sales or promotional vehicle. Conversely, 
fewer major manufacturers were evi- 
denced in the display rotunda, continuing a 
spiraling trend. 

Manufacturers still supplied entertain- 
ment for each of the four days of the con- 
vention. Performing during the gathering 
were the Salsoul Orchestra, Ronnie Mil - 
sap, Janis Ian, Engelbert Humperdinck, 
Shirley Bassey and Tony Orlando & Dawn. 

Wallichs Files Chapter XI 
Petition For Reorganization 

by Alan Sutton 
LOS ANGELES - Wallichs Music and En- 
tertainment Co., the landmark Southern 
California retailer doing business as 
Wallichs Music City, has filed for 
reorganization under Chapter XI of the 
bankruptcy laws. A petition presented in 

federal court in Los Angeles on March 8 

said the seven -store chain is "insolvent and 
unable to pay its debts as they mature." 

As of Jan. 31, 1977, the firm listed assets 
of $1.6 million and liabilities of $1.5 million. 

In a prepared statement, John L. 
O'Leary, president of the company, said 
that business would continue under the 
present management, "pending the mak- 
ing of an arrangement with the company's 
creditors." A list of those creditors - repor- 
tedly including record companies and sup- 
pliers of televisions, stereo equipment and 
other musical accessories - was un- 
available at press time. 

The announcement comes just three 
months after Wallichs' much publicized 
switch to the discount format so prevalent 
in the area market (Cash Box, Nov. 27, 
1976). 

Founded approximately 20 years ago by 
Clyde and (the late) Glenn Wallichs, who 
were also instrumental in the formation of 
Capitol Records, Wallichs Music City had 
long adhered to a policy of charging at or 
near full list price for its record albums. But 
on Nov. 21 of last year, facing stiff competi- 
tion from its price -conscious competitors - The Wherehouse, Music Plus, Licorice 
Pizza and Tower - Wallichs went discount 
for the first time. 

At the same time the company announ- 
ced that it had obtained major financial and 
credit assistance from Shaftesbury Music, 
Inc., a California -based consortium that 
was given an option to acquire a 20% in- 
terest in Wallichs after one year. The 
package included an allowance for "total 
store renovation" and $60,000 in print and 
radio advertising announcing the new dis- 
count policy, according to a statement 
made by company founder Clyde Wallichs. 

However, in view of recent develop- 
ments, it seems to have been a case of too 
little too late. 

Balance Sheet 
An examination of Wallichs' most recent 

balance sheet reveals that inventories ac- 
count for roughly 87% ($1.4 million of $1.6 
million) of the company's current assets. 
Net property, meanwhile, totals $165,896. 

On the other side of the ledger, accounts 

payable and notes payable combine for 
about 87% ($1.3 million of $1.5 million) of 
Wallichs' current liabilities.

Yetnikoff Speech

NEW YORK - Whatever reluctance 
retailers might have had initially about 
promoting the new $7.98 list releases ap- 
pears to have dissipated.

$7.98 LPs for under $4 in the Sunday 
newspapers monitored by Cash Box. 

More $7.98 Ads 
With Capitol and Atlantic recently joining 

the growing list of companies that have 
raised prices on selected pop discs, 
retailers are advertising $7.98 albums in a 

number of ways to "educate the consumer" 
to the changing price. 

The key, according to one retailer, is to 
make the customer understand that he or 
she "shouldn't expect from now on to buy 
albums for $3.99. The customer doesn't 
know about list prices; he knows about 
what he pays. And he has trouble relating to 
different sale prices on albums by com- 
parable artists." 

The decision by Jimmy's Music World to 
advertise the latest LPs by David Bowie, 
Pink Floyd and John Denver (all $7.98 list) 
for $3.99 was criticized by the source for 
setting back that educational effort. 

"I don't think that ($3.99 on higher priced 
releases) is a good price point for Jimmy's," 
the retailer noted. 

However, the manager of one of Jimmy's

Pink Floyd and Denver albums was keeping 
pace with the $6.98 LPs selling for $2.99. 

"The people who shop at Jimmy's are 
real shoppers," the manager said. "They 
know the difference between the two list 
prices. They understand completely that 
they're getting a hell of a bargain at $3.99." 

The Jimmy's manager further indicated 
that $3.99 would probably be his normal 
sale price on $7.98 LPs, although they will 
be averaged with other $7.98 discs selling 
at Jimmy's regular $4.99 shelf price. 

Jimmy's Not Alone 
Jimmy's, however, is not the only retailer 

observed by Cash Box in the past two 
months promoting $7.98 releases at low 
prices. Caldor in Boston and Record Fac- 
tory in San Francisco, for example, have 

advertised one or more $7.98 list priced 
albums for $4.24-$4.48. 

Retailers attributed the relatively slow 
print ad campaigns for early $7.98 releases 
to problems of promoting them until there 
were enough on the market so that they 
would not "stick out" (Cash Box, Jan. 22).

Maier Retail Chains Expand 

Musicland Schedules

Into Springfield, III. 
NEW YORK - The gigantic 195 -unit 
Musicland chain will expand into the 
Springfield, Illinois market on March 30 
with the opening of a store in the suburban 
White Oaks mall. 

Grand opening plans for the 3400 square 
foot store include an LP sale price of $3.99 
with cut-outs selling for $1.99. However, 
Grover Sayre, general manager for 
Musicland, said the chain has no intentions 
to "rock the market" in Springfield. 
"Basically," Sayre explained, "we're a 

dollar -off -list -price store."

Sayre added the new store 
would place a marketing emphasis on 
singles sales, as well as the sale of radios, 
sheet music and record accessories.

CBS Inc. Authorizes House Purchase 
Of Common Stock On Open Market 
NEW YORK - The board of directors of 
CBS Inc. has authorized company 
purchases of up to $50 million worth of its 
common stock on the open market, ac- 
cording to William S. Paley, chairman of the 
board of CBS. At the present market value 
of $56.75 per share, this would amount to 
approximately 900,000 of the 28.4 million 
shares of CBS common stock which are 
outstanding. 

Paley said that "the CBS directors view 
this purchase program as a sound and ad- 
vantageous investment of corporate funds 
which should have a beneficial impact on 
both our return on equity and return on in- 
vested capital." 

Another CBS spokesman pointed out 
two additional advantages to the com- 
pany's decision. First, the savings in divi- 
dends that would not have to be paid on the 
purchased stock would be greater than the 

after-tax income from investing the same 
amount of money in short-term "money 
market instruments." In addition, he said, 
"the stock is undervalued and probably has 
a reasonable chance to appreciate." 

The spokesman said he didn't believe 
that "we would be materially escalating the 
price of the stock by our own purchasing 
activity. Obviously, this kind of commitment 
will take some time to execute. We're not 
going to buy them all in one day." 

According to law, the spokesman added, 
a company buying stock on the open 
market is prohibited from purchasing more 
than 15% of daily volume. However, this 
provision does not cover direct sales of 
stock to CBS. "We could take blocks out- 
side of the market, but of course we'd have 
to be doing our trading at market price," the 
source explained.

EMI Announces Growth, Expansion As Sales Increase 
by Chuck Comstock 

LOS ANGELES - Predicting the future 
growth and expansion of EMI Ltd. into the 
North American and world marketplace, 
EMI chairman Sir John Read spoke to a 

Beverly Hills luncheon citing recent sales 
figures and recent acquisitions. 

Though he noted that the single biggest 
growth area for the London -based group of 
companies has been in the electronics 
field, Read predicted the future expansion 
of music, movie and TV operations, most of 
them centered in the Los Angeles area. As 
Read recalled, within the last nine months 
EMI has acquired British Lion films, formed 
EMI Television Programs, Inc. and 
purchased the Screen Gems/Colum- 
bia/Colgems Music companies. The latter 
acquisition made EMI the world's largest 
music publishing operation. 

EMI British Lion Films is already in 
production with their first release, "Con- 
voy," a $6 -million action -adventure film 
starring Kris Kristofferson. Two other 1977 
productions will be announced at a later 
date. Meanwhile, in the television pro- 
duction arm of EMI, the first major product, 
"The Amazing Howard Hughes," has been 
completed and will be shown in two two- 
hour segments on CBS -TV this season. 

As Read told the luncheon guests, "The 
North American market continues to be our 
most important outlet, especially the United 
States, where we have established a major 
entertainment base in California." Already 
the leader in music publishing outside the 

U.S., Read noted, "Our acquisition of 
Screen Gems/Columbia/Colgems es- 
tablished a music publishing presence in 
this country." 

Sales, Profits Up 
Concurrent with the EMI group's expan- 

sion has been a corresponding growth in 
sales and profits. The worldwide growth 
was reflected in the sales figures cited by 
Read, who noted that the group had a 43% 
growth in the period from 1973 and 1976, 
going from $768 million to $1.1 billion in

that period of time. "That," Read noted wry- 
ly, "is in spite of the rather sickly condition 
of the British pound." 

In the same three year period, EMI repor- 
ted a $14 million increase in profit, going 
from $26 million to $40 million. Already this 
year, Read told the group, sales have in- 
creased by 37%.

Bhaskar Menon, chairman and chief ex- 
ecutive officer of EMI Music & Entertain- 
ment, North America; Roger Gimbel, chief

NEW YORK - F.W. Woolworth Co. has 
reported that consolidated sales for the 
four weeks ended Feb. 22 totaled $298,- 
348,092, an increase of 4.8% over sales of 
$284,709,632 during the comparable 
period last year. The four weeks represent 
the first reporting period in Woolworth's 
1977 fiscal year. 

have always been "pretty autonomous" in

NEW YORK - Both S.S. Kresge Co. and 
J.C. Penney Co. reported reord earnings 
and sales for fiscal 1977, ended last 
January. 

Kresge, parent company of over 1,000 K 

mart stores, posted net income of $266.6 
million, up 33% over $200.8 million in fiscal 
1976. Sales for the fiscal year just ended 
were $8.38 billion, up 23% from $6.8 billion 
the previous year. With the year's results of- 
ficial. Kresge surpassed J.C. Penney as the 
nation's No. 2 general merchandise retailer 
in dollar volume. 

Penney posted net earnings of $228.1 
million for the past fiscal year, up 20.3% 
from $189.6 million the previous year. Sales 
for the past fiscal year rose 8.8% from $7.68 
billion to $8.35 billion. 

Both chains, however, experienced 
declining pre-tax earnings in the fourth 
quarter of fiscal 1976. Officials of Kresge 
and Penney cited the particularly strong 
Christmas sales of a year earlier as a key 
reason for the relative decline.

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`Jeans On' Lives On Long After 
27 Weeks On CB Singles Chart 

by Phil DiMauro 

NEW YORK - The current longest -lived 
single on the Cash Box Top 100 Singles 
chart, "Jeans On" by David Dundas on 
Chrysalis Records, never cleared the num- 
ber 10 position. At #49 in its 27th week on 
the chart the single peaked at #14 during 
the week of Jan. 15, and continues to hang 
on. 

According to Billy Bass, national promo- 
tion director for Chrysalis, the record's in- 
ability to capture a higher chart position 
was due to its never being played in New 
York, Chicago, Detroit, Cleveland, Atlanta 
or Miami. Yet the promotion department 
continues to work the record actively. For 
example, KRBE in Houston added the 
record last week at #14. (It was officially 
released on Sept. 1, 1976.) 

Novelty Tag 
"Unfortunately, the record had a novelty 

tag stigma on it," stated Bass, explaining

that Houston was but one example of a 
market where resistance took months to 
break down. 

"Even where we overcame the novelty 
record stigma, we ran into the problem that 
areas that were influenced by a heavily 
black population wouldn't play the record 
because it had no R&B appeal," Bass con- 
tinued, pointing to WFGC in Washington, 
D.C., which added the record four weeks 
ago. 

Bass explained that in Philadelphia 
"Jeans On" was played two weeks before 
Christmas and dropped, thus never break- 
ing in the market. "I think we got killed by 
heavy artists coming out with records that 
were mid -charting, unfortunately. We also 
went from ARB's to Christmas rushes to 
ARB's in a few places." 

According to Bass, "Jeans On" reached 
top five status on the surveys of at least 120 
radio stations nationwide, and he ex- 
pressed hopes that the single would soon 
enter active recurrent status at many of 
those outlets. He noted that at least one ma- 
jor program director had suggested that 
the Dundas single was a "summer record." 

Bass exclaimed, "It's lasted through the 
worst winter the country's seen in years. Im- 
agine if he was right!" 

740,000 Units 
According to Sal Licata, vice president of 

sales and promotion for Chrysalis, "Jeans 
On" has sold in the neighborhood of 740,- 
000 units in its one -half -year lifespan, with 
steady orders still coming in. Over 100,000 
records have been sold through the Min- 
neapolis Heilicher Bros. distributor, with 
Los Angeles the next best market for sales 
of the Dundas record.

BURNIN' SKY - Bad Company - Swan Song/Atlantic SS 
8500 - Producer: Bad Company - List: 7.98 

When you've had three million -selling albums in a row, the 
temptation is to put out the same kind of material to keep the 
registers ringing. But Bad Company resists that urge on this 
more disciplined album, half of which is an exploration into 
some previously unexplored musical territory - hard to classify 
but pleasing to hear.

Rain On (2:43) (Wembley/Unichappell - BMI) (Phillips, 
Berglund) 

The title track from Cotton's current LP, this single has 
had its way paved by the pop showing of "You Got Me 
Running." Interweaving harmonies should take this 
single even farther in establishing Cotton's top 40 
reputation. 

GRAHAM PARKER AND THE RUMOUR (Mercury 
74000) 
Hold Back The Night (3:02) (Carlin - ASCAP) (Baker, 
Harris, Sedler, Young) 

The title listed is side one, cut one of the shocking 
"Pink Parker" extended play 45 rpm seven-inch disc 
(with a large hole). If you don't know by now, Parker has 
been heralded far and wide as a new figure in R&B in- 
fluenced rock with a great sensitivity to tradition. The 
result is music that should be picking up spirits on any 
wavelength. 

LADY FLASH (RSO 864) (Dist: Polydor) 
Nowhere To Run (2:55) (Stone Agate - ASCAP) 
(Holland, Dozier, Holland) 

This expert vocal trio may not be Martha and the Van- 
dellas reincarnated, but they have the chops to hammer 
this one out with high energy. A timely arrangement of a 

peerless hit song. 

FOREIGNER (Atlantic 3394) 
Feels Like The First Time (3:15) (Somerset/Evansongs - ASCAP) (Jones) 

Spine -tingling guitar chords set the stage for this first 
single from the group's debut LP. The heavy rock feeling 
is there at bottom, but glittering backing vocals and 
keyboard work add the patina necessary to soothe top 
40. Written by ex -Spooky Tooth member Mick Jones. 

JIMMY BUFFETT (ABC 12254) 
Margaritaville (3:20) (Coral Reefer - BMI) (Buffett) 

Buffett's LP is bulleting at #34 on the Cash Box Top 
100 Albums chart ("Changes In Latitudes, Changes In At- 
titudes"). This track is one of those that's been heard on 
FMs. As usual, the mood is thoughtful and wasted, with 
guitars and a marimba to add to the sleeping sombrero 
effect. 

GINO VANNELLI (A&M 1911) 
Fly Into This Night (3:27) (Almo/Giva - ASCAP) (Van- 
nelli) 

This flashy purveyor of R&B from Canada continues to 
develop a unique vocal style to accompany dense 
keyboard and synthesizer -laden arrangements. Traces 
of Rodgers & Hammerstein's "Bali Hai" from "South 
Pacific" add to the melodic appeal. 

THE HOLLIES (Epic 50359) 
Sandy (3:30) (Laurel Canyon - ASCAP) (Springsteen) 

What's in a hit? People in many walks of life have 
agreed that this Springsteen song is hummable after two 
listenings, and that the Hollies' vocal interpretation is 

creative in its own right. With this re-release, Epic is tak- 
ing one more try at convincing the public at large. 

ANSON WILLIAMS (Chelsea 3061) 
Deeply (3:04) (Fox -Gimbel Productions - BMI) (Fox, 
Gimbel) 

Blue-eyed and smiling Williams joins the current influx 
of television stars into the pop music race. "Happy Days" 
is of course a force to be reckoned with, and this sen- 
timental pop tune has the lyrical content to appeal to the 
female youth market. 

THE RITCHIE FAMILY (Marlin 3309) (Dist:TK) 
Life Is Music (3:44) (Ritchie Rome/Can't Stop - BMI) 
(Morali, Gazzola, Rome, Belolo, Hurtt) 

The Ritchies already have built up a reputation as one 
of the happiest bands around, but this single shows a 

further degree of development. This one combines the 
disco beat with an original melody that could have been a 

Broadway hit. Equally at home in disco. R&B, and pop. 

MARY KAY PLACE as LORETTA NAGGERS (Columbia 
10510) 
Vitamin L (2:23) (Duce/Sook - ASCAP) (Place) 

Mary Hartman freaks will recognize this early work of 
Loretta's, from the "Tonite! Live At The Capri Lounge" 
album. The tune is upbeat country, and the lyrics are very 
clever. A good shot at building on a TV base through 
country and pop radio. 

CAPTAIN & TENNILLE (A&M 1912) 
Can't Stop Dancln' (3:18) (Ahab - BMI) (Stevens) 

The Captain & Tennille have turned their talents in the uptempo direction with the 
help of songwriter extraordinaire, crazy Ray Stevens. Could be a disco number, but this 
record travels by so fast it's difficult to see how anyone could keep up. Expect rapid 
pulsations over the pop airwaves, however. 

MARILYN McCOO & BILLY DAVIS (ABC 12262) 
Your Love (3:30) (El Patricio - BMI) (Barnum, Johnson) 

This charming two-dimensional act is already bulleting up the charts with their 
follow-up single to the number one "You Don't Have To Be A Star." A song with a 
stronger backbeat, but the vocal harmonies and counterpoint that marked the last 
single are here. 

YVONNE ELLIMAN (RSO 871) (Dist: Polydor) 
Hello Stranger (3:09) (Cotillion/Braintree/Lovelane - BMI) (Lewis) 

Ms. Elliman's otherwise strong vocal personality fades into the arrangement here, 
and the result is a record that captures the pop feeling of 1963, when the original, a Bar- 
bara Lewis version, was released. The backing vocal harmonies and string arrange- 
ment reinforce the effect in a mellow pace. For varied airplay. 

THE KINKS (Arista 2394) 
Sleepwalker (3:27) (Davray - P.R.S.) (Davies, Davies) 

Champions of the common man, Ray Davies and the Kinks are aiming at top 40 with 
the title cut from their new album, already heard on FMs around the nation. Classic rock 
guitar chords, and an infectious chorus are the pop hooks, and the execution is impec- 
cable throughout. 

RON DANTE (RCA 10898) 
How Am I To Know (3:26) (Don Kirshner - BMI) (Dante, 
Nameanworth) 

This record shows a sophisticated blend of pop in- 
fluences, with a chorus -title hook that builds through 
layers of vocal harmony. The sound benefits from 
Dante's well -developed production talents. For pop 
playlists. 

VALERIE CARTER (Columbia 10505) 
Doh Child (2:55) (Kama Sutra/Sleeping Sun - BMI) 
(Vincent) 

Ms. Carter has a part of the vocal harmonies on coun- 
tless hit singles, and here is her chance at the spotlight in 
the first single from her debut album, "Just A Stone's 
Throw Away." A subtle stylist through the verses, she is 
capable of soaring far into the high ranges in this plea- 
sant pop melody. 

ALLAN O'DAY (Pacific 001) (Dist: Atlantic) 
Undercover Angel (3:24) (WB - ASCAP) (O'Day) 

O'Day's credits have thus far been limited to 
songwriter, but he comes off well as a performer in this 
debut on a new label. This is pop material with a funky 
beat, adding extra interest with a cute use of sound 
effects. 

GARNETT MIMS & TRUCKIN' COMPANY (Arista 0239) 
What It Is (3:36) (Big Boro - BMI) (Lane, Muller) 

Written and produced by Jeff Lane and Randy Muller 
of Brass Construction, this is a large-scale disco produc- 
tion employing multiple layers of rhythm and a big 
orchestra. The lead voice is prominent, mixed with a light 
delay effect to emphasize inflections that recall Sly 
Stone. 

ADDRISI BROS. (Buddah 566) 
Slow Dancln' Don't Turn Me On (3:12) (Music Way/Fly- 
ing Addrisi - BMI) (Addrisi, Addrisi) 

Not slow or fast, but somewhere in between, grafting 
filtered pop vocals over a mildly funky rhythm track. 

Close harmonies, a melodic bass line and handclaps 
keep it moving. 

NEW RIDERS OF THE PURPLE SAGE (MCA 40686) 
Love Has Strange Ways (2:46) (Blue Jeans - BMI) 
(Love) 

This record sounds a great deal like the type of thing 
Eric Clapton was doing two or three years ago, with more 
of an emphasis on the harmony vocals. A solid rock 
record that will convert a few New Riders disparagers. 

MYRA CIARDI (Polydor 14375) 
Do You Ever Think Of Me (3:06) (E.B. Marks/Rainy Night - BMI) (Barron) 

Through vocals that are multi -tracked in all but the first 
few verses, Ms. Ciardi is a newcomer who has perfected 
a slick, professional delivery. This tune was an American 
Song Festival winner (1976) in the easy -listening 
category, but it exhibits ample pop probabilities. 

GATO BARBIERI (A&M 1916) 
Europa (Earth's Cry Heaven's Smile) (3:30) (Light - 
BMI) (Santana, Coster) 

Carlos Santana himself has praised Barbieri's inter- 

pretation of his composition. The edit might not quite 
allow sufficient time for development of the melody, but 
the record does offer inroads on varied programming 
situations. 

RETURN TO FOREVER (Columbia 10497) 
Musicmagic (3:50) (Litha - ASCAP) (Corea) 

From Chick Corea's new horn -laden, vocally -oriented 
LP, a softer -edged, more commercial product than 
would be expected from this demon of the Fender 
Rhodes piano. The dissonant twists and turns of his syn- 
thesizer solo are the best clue. Idle patter smattered bet- 
ween the licks. 

LAVENDER HILL MOB (UA XW 925) 
The Party Song (4:02) (United Artists - ASCAP) 
(Prigeno, Jones, Chandler) 

Made for dancing, but not your ordinary disco record. 
There's an emotive chord progression over which the 
group builds layers of vocal harmonies that are almost 
Beatlish at points. Very playable on pop stations. 

PHYLLIS HYMAN (Buddah 567) 
Loving You/Losing You (3:54) (Mighty Three - BMI) 
(Bell, Creed) 

Ms. Hyman, a featured vocalist with Norman Connors, 
breaks out on her own. The string section's note -for -note 
support of the melody is much in the style of old Motown, 
with production by Lewis Merenstein and Jerry Peter. 

HOUSEBAND (Midsong International 10910) (Dist: RCA) 
Dancing Shoes (3:40) (Midsong - ASCAP) (Smid, Smid, 
Hardholdt) 

Like much of the disco music produced in Europe, the 
incisive recording quality of this record gives a larger - 
than -life sound. There's a tamborine that will probably 
pierce ears on the dance floor, but the party style vocal 
tracks lend a memorable touch. 

KALYAN (MCA/Rollers 40699) 
Disco Reggae (Tony's Groove) Part 1 (3:34) (Chesyl/Ace 
Spec - BMI) (Silvester, Brewster, Zant) 

The composition/production brainchild of Tony 
"Champagne" Silvester, Kalyan now has an LP bulleting 
on the pop and R&B album charts. The record really isn't 
reggae at all, but the percussion and stabbing vocals 
should have them dancing at the disco and over the 
radio. 

THE GAP BAND (Tattoo 10884) (Dist: RCA) 
Out Of The Blue (Can You Feel It) (3:26) (Big Heart - 
BMI) (Wilson) 

A funky record with a delicate touch from this new 
band's debut LP. The electric piano -based arrangement 
remains subtle, leaving prominent space for the 
Wonder -influenced ensemble vocals. 

SUZANNE STEVENS (Capitol 4395) 
Higher Mountain (3:35) (Captain Crystal - BMI) (Eaton) 

Skirting the country field at about the same distance as 
Linda Ronstadt, Ms. Stevens has a crystal clear vocal 
delivery in this equally clean production. The timbre of 
the backing vocals gives this record pop, country and 
easy listening possibilities. 
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JAZZ ALBUM PICKS CIzz 
BASIC GREY - Al Grey - Chess 2ACMJ-409 - List: 7.98 

Trombonist Gray is still knocking 'em dead with Count Basie 
and the earliest tracks in this fine set reflect those surroundings 
but as we progress we get into more contemporary territory and 
the appearance of sidemen such as Donald Byrd, Herbie Han- 
cock and Bobby Hutcherson. Overall a fine display of the trom- 
bonist and his talents although his most frequent companion, 
tenor saxophonist Billy Mitchell, often steals the show. 

RISING SUN - Teruo Nakamura - Polydor 6097 - Producer: 
Teruo Nakamura - List: 6.98 

Bassist Nakamura has some heavyweight company here with 
the likes of Lonnie Smith, Steve Grossman, Carter Jefferson 
and Onaje Alan Gumbs contributing to the set. The leader wrote 
four of the six originals and the session has a good solid con- 
temporary feeling to it. A good bet for airplay on jazz and 
progressive FMers. Excellent recorded sound. 

SHOUT IT OUT - Patrice Rushen - Prestige 10101 - 
Producer: P. Rushen, R. Andrews, T. Vioari - List: 6.98 

Ms. Rushen hasn't been with Prestige all that long but one 
could scarcely tell that she is the same artist if one compared 
this with her music of two years ago. The album is a combination 
of manufactured funk and laid back synthesizer muzak. The 
results are competent and professional with a striking lack of in- 
dividuality. If the album sells we'll no doubt get more of this 
sound, but if it doesn't, then what? 

A SIGN OF THE TIMES - Tal Farlow - Concord Jazz 26 - 
Producer: Carl Jefferson - List: 6.98 

Tal Farlow records occur rarely. This is only his Second LP as 
a leader in more than fifteen years. Yet there is not a guitarist 
anywhere who can match his facility, his invention and his all- 
around jazz ability. There are eight tunes here and the accom- 
paniment (Hank Jones, Ray Brown) is the best one could find. 
Look for heavy sales among students and fans of jazz guitar. 

THE GREATEST OF CARMEN McRAE - MCA 2-4111 - List: 
7.98 

The title of this album may be open to question since one 
would need much more than these 32 tracks to constitute the 
greatest of Carmen McRae, but much of this would certainly 
warrant inclusion. Ms. McRae sings excellent m terial with a 
natural feel for proper tempo and is an excellent terpreter of 
lyrics as well. Varied accompaniment, with everything from big 
band to solo guitar represented. Fans of the best in jazz orien- 
ted popular singing could hardly do better than this. 

JAZZTIME USA - MCA 4113 - List: 7.98 
The jam session format is the only connecting link between 

these live performances from the mid -'50s. A Georgie Auld 
group including Charlie Shavers and Kai Winding has some ex- 
citing moments while Hot Lips Page fronts a rhythm section for 
some typically exciting trumpet and vocals. Terry Gibbs, Stuff 
Smith, Tony Scott, Coleman Hawkins and Marylou Williams are 
among the other leaders. Spirited music! 

The latest from Inner City/Classic Jazz is 
a new Clark Terry LP and a unique session 
featuring tap dancer Baby Lawrence with 
people like Paul Quinichette, Bobby 
Jaspar and Nat Pierce. The Terry LP is 
also unusual in that it features members of 
the Boston Symphony. 

A most interesting discovery is the John 
Coltrane discovery just released on Im- 
pulse. Titled "The Other Village Vanguard 
Tapes" it is a double album with six lengthy 
tracks from November 1961. It features the 
Coltrane quartet augmented by Eric 
Dolphy and occasional guests. 

Jimmy Owens, A&M/Horizon artist, will 
bring his trumpet to Town Hall for a one 
man show March 19. Accompaniment will 
be by the Collective Black Artists 
Ensemble. 

Blue Labor continues to present the 
blues in attractive surroundings. Their 
latest release includes: "Dead Stray Dog" 
by Louisiana Red and "Blues Is Truth" by 
Brownie McGhee.

Beatles Mystery Boosts Sales 
Of Capitol's New Masked Band 
LOS ANGELES - As a result of a Rhode 
Island reporter's printed conjecture that a 
band signed sight -unseen by Capitol 
Records might be the Beatles, sales of the 
group's LP, "Klaatu," have soared 
nationally, according to the label. 

An article entitled "Could Klaatu Be 
Beatles? Mystery Is A Magical Tour," which 
appeared in the Providence Sunday Jour- 
nal on Feb. 13, 1977, sparked the sales 
spurt. Written by reporter Steve Smith, the 
article noted that the names of Klaatu band 
members were unknown to Capitol of- 
ficials, who signed the group and released 
the album last August on the merit of # 
master LP presented to the company by the 
band's manager, Frank Davies. Davies, 
Smith reported, refused to release any 
names but said a number of clues to 
Klaatu's identity, including a morse code 
message, were available on the record.

Area record 
stores demanded additional copies of the 
album soon after the local Top 40 station, 
WGNG, ran a weekend program featuring 
the record entitled "Is This The Beatles?" 

Capitol reported that 2,500 requests for 
the LP were tallied by retailers in the Akron 
and Cleveland, Ohio areas after station 
programmers at WKDD and M105 there 
drew parallels between Klaatu and the 
Beatles. Other stations which featured 
Klaatu on special programs included 
WNEW-FM in New York City and KZOK-FM 
in Seattle.

A spokesperson at Warner Bros. said the 
distribution arrangements for Procol 
Harum's album were negotiated prior to 
Chrysalis' becoming an independent dis- 
tributor, therefore the album is on the WB 
label. The WB spokesperson also said it is 
considered a WB release. 
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Direct To Disc Production Rises 
Due To Consumer Demand Increases 

by Jeffrey Weber 
LOS ANGELES - The success of the direct 
disc recordings has given impetus to a 
sharp rise in their production as an increas- 
ing number of companies are entering the 
direct disc field, hoping to tap the large 
audiophile demand. Prior to 1976 there 
were less than a dozen direct discs 
available. This year alone may find direct 
disc production equal to the total number of 
titles previously available. Currently, there 
are at least six discs soon to be released 
and at least five more in the production 
stages. 

Known for its superior sound quality and 
lack of noise and distortion, direct disc 
recording utilizes no multi -track recording 
techniques. The music is recorded live (an 
entire side at one time) from the studio 
microphone console directly to a cutting 
lathe. This results in the creation of a 
master lacquer which is then plated, 
yielding mothers which produce the record 
stampers. Any mixing is done live, as it hap- 
pens. Because of the nature of the process 
editing is impossible. 

New Releases 
Sheffield Lab of Santa Barbara is the 

largest producer of direct discs. While most 
of Sheffield's products are recorded in Los 
Angeles, the metal mothers are shipped to 
West Germany where the records are 
manufactured. The completed record is 
then imported to the United States. Shef- 
field has a separate research and develop- 
ment facility in Big Bear, California, 
devoted exclusively to advancing the 
technical aspects of the process. 

Within two weeks Sheffield will be releas- 
ing "Discovered Again" featuring Dave 
Grusin, Ron Carter, Lee Ritenour, Harvey 
Mason, and Larry Bunker. An album of solo 
classical piano, a year in the making, 
featuring Lincoln Mayorga, has just been 
released. 

Nautilus Recordings, a division of Orion 
Marketing of Shell Beach, California, has 
just come out with "The First In Line" with 
Randy Sharpe. In packaging their product, 
Nautilus developed a polystyrene cover 
that reportedly protects the disc from dust, 
heat, warpage, and the conduction of static 
electrical charges. The cardboard jacket 
and paper liner are eliminated. The new 

package has been designed to come into 
contact with the record only cn the outer 
rim and the center label. 

Nautilus also offers a hand signed, 
sequentially numbered edition of "The First 
In Line." The first 1,000 records pressed 
were hand signed by the artist, each disc 
coming with a notarized certificate of 
authenticity. A purchaser of the special 
signed and numbered edition will have the 
option to purchase the same serial number 
of any future release. 

Audio Financing 
In a development unique to direct disc 

recording, audio equipment manufacturers 
are beginning to play an increasingly im- 
portant role in direct disc production. In 
what may be the first modern direct to disc 
commercial recording of a symphony 
orchestra, the Cleveland Orchestra con- 
ducted by Lorin Maazel will be featured in 
an album to be released in early April. Ad- 
vertising, promotion, and distribution to 
retail stereo outlets will be handled by Disc - 
washer Inc. of Missouri, the prime financial 
backer for the project. Discwasher is a 
record/tape accessory manufacturer. Ad- 
vent Recording of Cleveland is creating a 
new label, Telarc, especially for this record 
and others that will follow. United Sound of 
Burbank, California, and its affiliate, 
Phonopress Inc., will process and press the 
product. 

Audio manufacturers are financing 
direct discs by advertisements in the album 
itself. Direct Disc Inc., of Tennessee, is 
releasing an album supported by six adver- 
tisers. In a double fold jacket, the inside 
cover is completely taken up with advertis- 
ing. The Ear Drum, a Los Angeles audio 
dealer, reputed to have the largest selec- 
tion of direct discs, has the center section. 
Teac Esoteric (advertising a $1,600 
cassette deck), Micro-Seiki, Great 
American Sound, Dahlquisl, and the 
Kenwood Professional Series round out the 
rest of the inside cover, each featuring a 
model in the top of their line. 

Umbrella Records of Toronto has 
released their second direct disc, entitled 
"Nexus." Their first effort was a rock album 
entitled "Rough Trade - Live." The United 
States Distributor is Audio Technica, a 
manufacturer of audio accessories and 
phono cartridges.

With claims of lower groove distortion 
and increased dynamic range, a few com- 
panies have produced discs to be played at 
45 rpm. The companies retaining the stan- 
dard 33 -and -a -third speed cite an almost 
25% loss in music on an album as a reason 
for not going to 45 rpm while others claim 
that today's fine cartridges sound worse at 
a faster playing speed and may even be 
ruined by the faster speed. 

Crystal Clear Records of San Francisco, 
and advocate of the faster speed, has also 
incorporated the use of white vinyl rather 
than the traditional black. The white vinyl 
record is 30% thicker than a normal black 
vinyl pressing. Crystal Clear has recently 
released an album featuring Laurindo 
Almeida, with an earlier release entitled 
"San Francisco Ltd." 

White Vinyl 
Marty Ansoorian, of Award Record 

Manufacturers in Los Angeles, responsible 
for pressing the white records for Crystal 
Clear, told Cash Box that, although not yet 
conclusive, the lack of traditional carbon 
black in vinyl may make for a quieter 
record. Other companies assert that any 
color other than carbon black would result 
in a decrease in sound quality. Award uses 
black vinyl for the overwhelming amount of 
its other business. 

Due to the lack of tape, only a limited 
number of pressings can be made from any 
master if the original quality is to be main- 
tained and once the stampers deteriorate 
no further duplicates can be made. Each 
record is then a "limited edition" and the 
retail prices reflect this, as audiophiles pay 
from $12 to $25 per album.

NEW YORK - Jerry Moss, president of 
A&R Records, has been elected chairman 
of the board of the Recording Industry 
Association of America (RIAA), succeeding 
Mo Ostin, chairman of he board of Warner 
Brothers. 

In other RIAA executive board develop- 
ments following the recent NARM conven- 
tion, D.H. Toller -Bond, president of London 
Records, was re-elected treasurer of the 
RIAA, and Allan Cohen, vice president of 
finance for Private Stock Records, was re- 
elected assistant treasurer of the organiza- 
tion. 

In addition, Terry Ellis, president of 
Chrysalis Records, and Neil Bogart, presi- 
dent of Casablanca Records, were elected 
to membership positions on the RIAA's ex- 
ecutive board. 

Pink Floyd Platinum 
NEW YORK - Pink Floyd's latest album, 
"Animals," on Columbia Records, has been 
certified platinum by the RIAA. 

The group will begin a three-month 
North American tour on April 22 at Miami's 
Baseball Stadium. 

Humphrey Will Receive 
RIAA Cultural Award 
NEW YORK - Senator Hubert H. 
Humphrey will receive the ninth annual 
RIAA Cultural Award March 23, at a dinner 
in the Washington Hilton in Washington 
D.C. 

Humphrey will be cited for his support of 
legislation that led to the establishment of 
the National Foundation for the Arts and 
Humanities, the John F. Kennedy Center 
for the Performing Arts, and the National 
Portrait Gallery. 

More than 1,000 guests, including mem- 
bers of Congress, heads of various federal 
agencies and record company executives 
are expected to attend. Singers Perry 
Como and Ray Charles will entertain. 
Postmaster General Benjamin F. Bailar will 
present Humphrey a special album con- 
taining a first -day -of -issue commemorative 
stamp honoring the centennial of sound 
recording. 

RSO Withdraws 
$7M Stones Offer 
NEW YORK - RSO Records has withdrawn 
a seven million dollar offer to the Rolling 
Stones for their recording rights in the Un- 
ited States after protracted negotiations. 
The announcement came from the Robert 
Stigwood Organization. No official reason 
was given for calling off the negotiations but 
a spokesman for RSO stated it was based 
strictly on commercial considerations and 
is not influenced by the personal affairs of 
the artists. 

Haven & Arista 
Sever Relations 
LOS ANGELES - Haven Records and 
Arista Records have severed distribu- 
tion relations due to "philosophical dif- 
ferences," according to Haven vice- 
president and general manager Eddie 
Lambert. The "amicable disassocia- 
tion," said Lambert, is official im- 
mediately. Arista had been distributing 
Haven's product for the past year.

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Multimedia Radio Station Programmers 
Begin Drive To "Screen" Song Lyrics 

by Mark Mehler 
LITTLE ROCK, ARK. -A nationwide effort 
by program directors of all Multimedia sta- 
tions to "screen" record lyrics for obscenity 
is off to a good start, according to Dick 
Downe of KAAY in Little Rock, wiio 
proposed the drive. 

"My three -year -old child is walking 
around the house singing suggestive 
lyrics," Downes said. "Kids are really being 
influenced by this stuff." 

The Little Rock program director asser- 
ted that neither he nor other Multimedia 
programmers wanted to be cast in the role 
of censors. On the contrary, Downes told 
Cash Box, the idea was for similar format 
station personnel in each market to sit 
down as "reasonable adults" and set their 
own standards so government regulators 
don't have to step in. 

In Little Rock, Downes said, other dee - 
jays and programmers have at least agreed 
to discuss the issue. "No station is going to 
be pressured to do anything. The idea is to 
try to break through those old barriers of 
competition (in each market)." Downes 
noted that if stations could get together on 
some common standards, it might then be 
possible to influence record companies in 
their choice of product. 

Stemmed From Complaints 
Downes said the informal agreement 

among Multimedia officials to self -regulate 
airplay stemmed from a variety of factors, 
including complaints to the National 
Association of Broadcasters and Federal 

Communications Commission, as well as 
the feelings of new Multimedia president 
Wilson Wearne. The campaign by Jesse 
Jackson to influence record lyrics (Cash 
Box, February 26) is related to the move, 
Downes said, but did not directly affect the 
decision. 

"The issue of profane record lyrics is dif- 
ferent (than a) pornographic movie, for ex- 
ample," according to Downes, "A person 
can pass by the theater without going in. 
But you can't help being exposed to these 
lyrics when you're listening to the radio. It's 
an invasion of privacy." 

Downes concluded optimistically that the

Peaches' presence in Detroit. 
Goody's Lowers Philly Prices 

An unusual Sam Goody ad appeared in 

Sunday's Philadelphia Bulletin, promoting 
a multi -label sale along with 10 "Super 
Picks" all for $3.99. 

A spokesman for the chain noted that the 
decision to keep the previous Super Pick 
price at $3.99 was made by the local head- 
quarters. "We don't like to play with prices 
(in Philadelphia)," the spokesman noted. 
"We want to maintain consistency week af- 
ter week. For example, we tend to have the 
same albums as Super Picks, and our 
customers would be confused if those LPs 
went up and down." The spokesman com- 
pared the local situation with New York, 
where Goody stores have constantly 
changed their regular sale and Super Pick 
prices in response to the cut-throat com- 

petitive market. 
The $3.99 sale on catalog product, ac- 

cording to the source, represents Goody's 
lowest price on a multi -label sale. While the 
chain has promoted $3.99 Philadelphia all - 
label sales in the past, the spokesman 
speculated that the normal multi -label sale 
price, previously about $4.19, might be per- 
manently lowered to $3.99. That decision, 
he added, is made in New York. 

"Thank God we don't have to be concer- 
ned with lowballers (like in New York)," he 
concluded. "We're not going head to head 
with (a lowballing) chain." 

TV -Tagged Ads Continue 
The television special has become a 

prevalent merchandising tool, judging from 
print ads in more than half the markets sur- 
veyed by Cash Box. 

"When a show ... is done right," said 
Don Dempsey, vice president of marketing 
for Columbia, discussing the campaign for 

the latest Neil Diamond release, "we gain 
access to millions of potential record 
buyers who otherwise are difficult for us to 
reach through normal airplay channels." 

Dempsey noted that television specials 
are generally most effective when they can 
get away from the "typical variety show 
trappings" and spotlight the individual ar- 
tist's "specialness." 

Columbia officials said the Diamond 
television special on February 21 and the 
multi -media ads tagged to it have been key 
factors in retail sales, which are ap- 
proaching platinum. 

Ads for the latest Barry Manilow album 
and his catalog were observed in eight 
markets, as the Arista campaign continued 
following the March 2 TV concert. Ads for 
the latest Diana Ross release, tied to her 
March 6 television concert, appeared in 

seven surveyed markets on the day of the 
event. And an ad promoting "A Star Is 

Born," tied to an upcoming Barbra Strei- 
sand TV special, appeared in the Cleveland 
Plain Dealer. 

Korvettes Battles Peaches 
Almost a month after the opening of the 

new Peaches store in suburban Dearborn, 
Korvettes five Detroit stores continued 
promoting current releases at $2.99 in Sun- 
day's Detroit News. According to one Kor- 
vettes spokesman, "We're holding our own 
from the sales figures I've seen. And I think 
the $2.99 is the reason. It's helped a lot. We 
haven't really lost customers." 

Other area retailers said the only store 
that has apparently suffered since the 
Peaches opening is Dearborn Music, 
located only a short distance from the new 
"super store." 

Phil LeAnnais, manager of Dearborn 
Music, confirmed that "business is down

#9* NEIL DIAMOND 
"Love At The Greek" continues its surge this week entering the top ten while show- 
ing no signs of letup. While every region is showing great sell through, it is the West 
Region that shows up strongest. Among the major reports are Licorice Pizza (4), 
Music Plus (5), Wherehouse (2), Tower/San Francisco (6), City One Stop and 
Everybody's in addition to Wallichs (3), DJ's Sound City (7), Banana (7), Tow- 
er/Sacramento/San Diego, Peaches/L.A., Music Street and Music Millenium. The 
Midwest Region also stands out with top thirty reports from Disc (4), Sounds Unitd., 
Sieberts, 1812, Caper's Corner, Record Theater, Harmony House, Lieberman One 
Stop, Northern, Consolidated, Ambat and all midwest Peaches stores. Other major 
reporters feeling strong sales are Sam Goody, Harmony Hut and Western Merch. 
On a national level, Record Bar reports top 15 action and Korvettes reports top 5. At 
the rack level this LP is a gangbuster as it jumps to a strong number 2 position on the 
J.L. Marsh computer printout. Due to the success of this LP as well as the TV special, 
the Diamond catalog is feeling a strong resurgence especially at the racked ac- 
counts.

The success experienced by artists appearing on TV specials becomes apparent 
when sales are examined on both current and catalog product. Manilow, with three 
bulleting albums on the CB Top 200 LP chart, has used this TV exposure to attain 
retail success. "This One's For You," at 15 bullet highlights the resurgence of 
Manilow's product. While maintaining top 10 position on the J.L. Marsh computer 
run (6), both the Record Bar and Korvettes (national) report top 20 action. Major ac- 
counts in every region include Manilow on their best selling list including: Sam 
Goody, King Karol and Win One Stop in the Northeast Region; Record Dept. Merch., 
and Western Merch. in the Southeast/South Central Region; Camelot and Disc in 
the Midwest Region; and Licorice Pizza, Music Plus, Wherehouse, Tower/S.F., and 
Odyssey in the West Region. "Tryin' To Get The Feeling" proves to be Manilow's 
strongest catalog item, entering J.L. Marsh's top 15 best sellers (computer run), 
while securing top 30 mention from Disc and TSS/Record World. "Manilow II" 
follows with J.L. Marsh's computer run reporting upward movement of 74-61. 
Manilow holds the distinction of being one of five artists with three or more albums 
on the CB Top 200 LP chart, and one of two artists with three or more bulleting 
albums. 

#18* NATALIE COLE 
While maintaining the number 1 position on the CB R&B Singles chart for the 
second consecutive week, "I've Got Love On My Mind" moves 26-20 bullet on the 
CB Top 100 Singles chart, confirming Natalie's broad appeal. National account 
reports include Record Bar, Korvettes and J.L. Marsh while regional highlights in- 
clude the Northeast, Balt.-Wash., Midwest and West. In the Northeast Region ac- 
counts reporting include Sam Goody, King Karol, Win One Stop, Alexander's and 
TSS/Record World. The Balt.-Wash. Region displays top 5 action with reports from 
Soul Shack (1), Harmony Hut (1), For The Record (3) and Morey's (10). The Midwest 
Region reports include Camelot, and Disc as well as the majority of secondaries for 
a total of 75% accounts reporting; and Music Plus, Wherehouse, Tower/S.F., City 
One Stop and World Wide.

#21* JETHRO TULL 
This week's number 1 National Breakout proves to be Tull's strongest in his last 
three releases. Growth at the racked accounts has equalled the retail action this 
week. The West Region proves strongest this week with qulitative reports including 
Music Plus (2), Everybody's (2), Wherehouse (3), Licorice Pizza (5), Odyssey (6), 
World Wide (6), Music Street (5), Music Millenium (5), Music Menu (8) and Tow- 
er/S.D. (4).

Tom Jones' 
long established audience combined with his new found fans should bring his first 
Epic release to gold status. 

#135* REO SPEEDWAGON 
The first live album from REO is the uncontested number 1 breakout in the Midwest 
Region. Both Peaches/St. Louis and Delwood report REO their best seller this week 
while Camelot, Disc, 1812, Caper's Corner, Consolidated and Lieberman all report 
top 30 action. Response in the Denver -Phoenix Region is also impressive with 
reports from Dan Jay, Independent, Mile High and Peaches/Denver resulting in the 
number 1 Regional Breakout in that region. 

#145* MINNIE RIPERTON 
An impressively strong response comes from the Balt.-Wash. Region this week, with 
reports from For The Record, Soul Shack and Morey's, resulting in a number 3 posi- 
tion in the Balt.-Wash.

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Young Turks Become N.O.V.A.; NARM Scholarships Grow To Sixteen 
Group Discusses Future Action

LOS ANGELES - The Young Turks, an 
organization of under -40 wholesale and 
retail record executives, celebrated its first 
major NARM convention with a name 
change and a resolution to involve itself 
within the functional areas of NARM 
specifically and the music industry in 
general. These commitments formed the 
basis for the group's inception six months 
ago in Chicago. 

At a luncheon meeting, chaired by Syd- 
ney Silverman, vice president of marketing 
for United Record & Tape Sales in Miami, 
the Young Turks became N.O.V.A. - 
NARM's Other Voices Association. Ac- 
cording to Silverman, the change reflected 
the group's immediate goals which are "to 
involve young people and make them com- 
fortable and welcome them to NARM con- 
ventions and meetings." 

To achieve those desired results, 
N.O.V.A.'s members voted to petition 
NARM's board of directors to allow two of 
its members to sit on the NARM board for 
terms of one year each. NARM direc- 
torships are currently for terms of three 
years. 

Silverman indicated that one-year terms 
were desirable for N.O.V.A. because it 
would allow "optimal participation from the 
membership. In addition, one year terms 
would maximize freshness of ideas." 
NARM's board of directors would have to 
amend that body's constitution for any such 
change to occur. 

An important issue, still to be resolved, is 
precisely what constitutes membership. At 
the meeting, a consensus of those present 
appeared to agree to a proposal to limit 
participation to one five-year term or to age 
40, whichever comes first. However, no for- 
mal adoption was made. 

A related consideration will be what input 
manufacturers will be allowed to con- 
tribute. Several N.O.V.A. members pressed 
to allow manufacturers to become 
associate members for the purpose of "in- 
fusing young people from the manufacturer 
segment," as one attendee said. However, 
the meeting adjourned without any firm 
decision on this matter. 

For now, N.O.V.A. must address its 
organizational prerogatives to specific

issues. "That's the direction we're moving," 
remarked Silverman. This is a crucial issue, 
because the initial problem the organiza- 
tion will face is reconciling exactly how 
functional it can become on a detailed, 
specific basis. 

In order to have a chance at succeeding 
on any significant level, it will have to deal 
more successfully with communication 
among members than was apparent from 
comments during the meeting. 

That responsibility will rest, at least tem- 
porarily ,with the group's advisory commit- 
tee, which is composed of 12 members. 
That group will meet in approximately six 
weeks in New Orleans, and what results 
from that meeting may answer very clearly 
a number of pressing, unanswered ques- 
tions.

LOS ANGELES - The NARM scholarship 
foundation awarded scholarships in two 
categories at the 1977 NARM convention.

Guest Speakers At NA RM 

Record Retailers' Family/Business 
Future Explored Conflict Viewed 
By Professor By Psychologist

LOS ANGELES - "Virulent discounting," 
the spread of moderate discounting, and 
the future of the mass merchandiser rack - 
jobbed accounts were the principal topics 
of Columbia marketing professor Dr. Alfred 
R. Oxenfeldt at the NARM marketing 
meeting, titled "The Record Industry: How 
A Marketing Expert Sees Its Future." 

"Deep discounting," Oxenfeldt stated, 
"is, as I see it, the principal fear at this con- 
vention." The professor pointed out that 
this fear is often an internal industry con- 
cern that is started by the same retailers 
who fear it most. "You would have to fight a 
retailer," Oxenfeldt continued, "to make 
him sell any record at list price. I define 
deep discounting as a price to the con- 
sumer below what a small retailer has to 
pay from his distributor. But only oc- 
casionally do you find a store that is wall-to- 
wall discount. Most often we find variations, 
including the rotated stock discount." 

"I think that record stores and retailers 
will be much like drug stores and super- 
markets are now," Oxenfeldt explained. "I 
could be wrong, because the New York - 
style discounters are growing, but I don't 
see discounting as growing because there 
are a lot of short-sighted managers, who 
thing that a big hit will bail them out." Oxen- 
feldt stated that the undercapitalization 
prevalent in the retail industry may actually 
lead to deep discounting. And manufac- 
turer incentives to expand the number of 
retail outlets will occur and possibly 
damage the industry, according to the 
marketing expert. 

"Rack jobbers who specialize in servic- 
ing the mass -merchandiser accounts have 
got to take a harder look at themselves," 
states Oxenfeldt. "The rack jobber has a 
secure future for the next ten years, 
although he may suffer a sizable reduction. 
I don't see great growth, maybe one or two 
percent, but I do see the need for new 
leadership." 

Oxenfeldt specified some questions that 
"rack jobbers should ask themselves" in 
light of their ability to "attract and keep 
customers."

Radio Examined 
LOS ANGELES - "This session can ac- 
tually be called 'How radio can increase 
record sales'," stated George Burns in in- 
troducing the NARM convention radio 
topic. "Radio has a greater impact in break- 
ing a new act than ever before," continued 
the media consultant. "The record industry 
saved radio's neck after television was a 
threat, but now we face a change in buying 
habits and programming that is critical. The 
war babies are growing up, and there's a 
new market that will have to be explained 
and tapped." 

Burns, head of Burns Media Consul- 
tants, headed a panel that discussed 
"Future Radio - Future Shock." The panel 
included Lee Abrams, a partner in Burk- 
hardt -Abrams; Harold Childs, vice presi- 
dent of promotion for A&M Records; Ira 
Heilicher, vice president of Pickwick; Steve 
Marshall, national programming consultant 
for Columbia Records; and Tim Sullivan, 
vice president and general manager for 
KHJ Radio, Los Angeles. 

LOS ANGELES - "Corporate Bigamy," the 
Saturday luncheon topic, proved to be one 
of the most popular NARM sessions. Cor- 
porate bigamy, according to Dr. Mortimer 
R. Feinberg, an industrial psychologist 
from Baruch College, is the conflict bet- 
ween job and family for the record industry 
executive. Both roles demand time and 
care, and frequently, according to Fein- 
berg, one of the two suffers from neglect. 

Feinberg categorized the ex- 
ecutive/family personalities into four basic 
types. The first he termed "the monster," a 
man so preoccupied with his work that his 
family suffers extensively. The monster 
type, according to Feinberg, has a need for 
perfection that is overwhelming. Because 
no family can ever be perfect, there are 
bound to be extreme family arguments that 
will never be resolved to the satisfaction of 
the monster. 

Janus Type 
The second, and slightly less work - 

oriented, type of corporate personality is 
the Janus type, which Dr. Feinberg did not 
detail. It was learned, however, that the 
Janus type is a two-faced classical figure, 
which leads to speculation that a Janus 
type in business is one who deals with 
home and business as separate parts of 
life. Dr. Feinberg did mention that there 
were similarities between the Janus and 
"monster" types, although he did not 
elaborate. 

The third type of corporate personality 
mentioned by Feinberg is the "need 
achievement" type, who thrives on long 
hours. A principal failing of the "need 
achievement" type is that they do not 
recognize alibis. They frequently cite work 
as a reason for family distance or lack of 
time when the real reason is that the job has 
replaced the family as a source of pride and 
concentrated effort. 

The Abraham type, according to Fein- 
berg, is the family man, who often places 
the role of the family ahead of his work, and 
makes an effort to allow his family signifi- 
cant portions of his time. 

Market Variables 
Cause Concern 
For Economist

LOS ANGELES - In a free -wheeling, 
anecdote -laden address and 
question/answer discussion during the 
opening business session of NARM, Dr. 
Pierre Rinfret, president of Rinfret 
Associates, a consultation firm, gave 
record manufacturers probably the best 
justification given to date to allow them to 
deal with prices as they, alone, see fit. 
Ironically, though, there was little mention 
at all about records or the record industry. 

Discussion, for the most part, dealt with 
general economic practices and cycles, 
with specific references made to current 
conditions in the marketplace when it 
became necessary to emphasize a point. 

Rinfret's views on the various inter- 
national markets were both entertaining 
and, if at all true, revealing. They afforded 
the audience a glimpse of where the entire 
U.S. overseas market priorities may lie in 
the near future. For the record industry, 
with a huge potential volume to generated 
internationally, these predictions assumed 
a greater importance. 

On the United Kingdom - "We think 
it's finished. It's going down the tubes. We 
think it's going to be a fifth -rate power. The 
currency is getting worse." 

On France - "Going socialist. In five 
years, it will be a socialist dominated coun- 
try. The political problems there are getting 
rather frightening. Plus, they have a 10% a 
year inflation compounded annually." 

On Germany - "The most interesting 
country in Europe with most successful 
economy and growth rate in Europe. They 
want to dominate Europe politically." 

On Italy - "The only country in the 
world without a government. It's going to 
stay in a state of chaos." 

On Canada - "Quebec will separate 
from the rest of Canada in the next three 
years." 

On Japan - "A vigorous, dynamic 
country. The most successful economy in 
the world outside the United States. I think 
Japan and the U.S. will rule the world with 
the Russians." 
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Indie Distribs 
Need Aid To Be 
Healthier Force

LOS ANGELES - Noting that the entire in- 
dustry must "do all we can to make in- 
dependent distribution healthier," Neil 
Bogart, president of Casablanca Record 
and FilmWorks, led off the Independent 
Distributors and Manufacturers meeting. 
Bogart was joined on the panel by Artie 
Mogull, president of UA, and Terry Ellis, 
president of Chrysalis. Panel moderator 
was Gene Silverman, president of Music 
Trend distributors in Detroit. "If we can all 
break a few more acts, independent dis- 
tribution can be the form of distribution in 
America," Bogart added. 

Chrysalis' Terry Ellis believed it was time 
to "shatter the myth perpetrated by the ma- 
jor branch labels that small record com- 
panies don't have a choice in distribution. 
It's up to all of us to get rid of this myth and 
rumor." 

UA's Artie Mogull warned the audience 
that "it behooves all of you that the three of 
us make it. We're the last of the so-called 
street people. And we (UA, Casablanca and 
Chrysalis) are three of the major defectors 
from independent distribution. There is a 
great myth perpetuated by CBS that on a 
given album, they will outsell Indies by 30% 
or 40%. The fact is that the two biggest 
albums of the past decade were from in- 
dependent distribution." 

Audience Reaction Limited 

Comments from the audience were 
limited, hindered by the lack of discussions 
on price and other financial matters by 
NARM's general counsel and his 
associates. Silverman, however, picked up 
the ball and posed a number of questions to 
the three -president panel, among them, 
"What can we do to create the proper image 
that our labels and distributors deserve?" 
Ellis responded by noting that "perhaps we 
should put together an independent 
manufacturers' and distributors' associa- 
tion." 

With very little additional comment from 
the audience, Amos Heilicher stood up to 
note, "What the three gentlemen here 
prove is that the future of this industry rests 
on independent distribution and indepen- 
dent manufacturing. And indy distribution 
needs the whole support of the rack jobber 
and the retailing segments of this industry. 
We must all put our efforts behind these 
people. We must do everything we can to 
see that they survive." And with applause 
from the audience, the meeting ended. 

Inventory Control Slides 

Following the distributors' meeting, Ira 
Heilicher, vice president of Heilicher 
Brothers, presented a series of slides on 
how J.L. Marsh and Heilicher operate their 
inventory management system. 

Rack Jobbing Seminar Tackles `Crises'; 
Pricing, Image, Lost Business Discussed

LOS ANGELES - No area of the country is 
experiencing a situation where racked ac- 
counts account for a greater percentage of 
total record sales than they did five years 
ago, or even three years ago, according to 
David Lieberman, president of Lieberman 
Enterprises. Accordingly, NARM's rack 
jobber seminar, "The Current Market 
Crisis," seemed appropriately titled. 

The reasons for that "Crisis" are 
threefold as identified by the rack jobbing 
community: customer bases are not grow- 
ing; they are worrying about profit margin; 
and the rapid increase in specialty, large 
retailers has resulted in dissatisfied 
customers. 

Because of these market conditions, 
rack jobbers have become especially con- 
cerned with their futures and that fact 
manifested itself in two issues that were ex- 
tensively discussed: price (margin) and im- 
age, which is related to price. As one rack 
jobber expressed his feelings, "Price is im- 
portant because records need to make the 
same margin as all other times in the stores 

I rack, and image is important, because 
records are sold on the corner from one of 
my accounts at $2.99 each, which is less 
than my price to my customer." 

It was within this scenario that the needs 
and frustrations of the nation's rack jobbers 
were discussed in a quasi- 
question/answer forum chaired by Dr. 
Alfred R. Oxenfeldt, professor of marketing 
at Columbia University. Despite repeated 
efforts by Oxenfeldt to create an order and 
sequence to a discussion of rack jobbing in 
the U.S., the rack jobbers themselves wan- 
ted solely to discuss the two elements that 
most affected their operations. Of the two 
issues, it was obvious that pricing was the 
more urgent. 

The need for an exclusive six percent 
functional discount was probably the most 
recurring topic of conversation. Rack job- 
bers feel that unless they are granted that 
discount from manufacturers, they are un- 
able to compete with aggressive retailers. 

Oxenfeldt, for his part, disagreed. "Make 
the gross margin attractive enough. 
Demonstrate to the store that it is attractive 
enough, because a rack will never compete 
with a fulll-line store on price." That notion, 
at least, seemed to receive a consensus ap- 
proval, but discussion of a functional dis- 
count persisted to the very end. 

Lieberman concurred with the need to 
place an emphasis on upgrading price 
margins. "We need to blur the image 
problem and concentrate on price margin," 
he said. "We need to give the mass 
merchandiser a gross profit margin that he 
can live with, so that no one else makes a 
decision like Penney's did." 

What made such research -oriented con- 
siderations hard to swallow for many rack

jobbers are several major developments 
that have occurred over the past several 
months. Penney's, Woolworth and A&S, 
among others, have decided to place a 
reduced priority on the sale of records and 
tapes in their respective stores; and if that 
were not enough, other events have oc- 
curred which have potentially ominous 
overtones. 

Fred Meyer, a large department store 
chain located in the northwest, has decided 
to service its record departments internally, 
thus eliminating the need for rack jobbers 

to supply its stores. Most in attendance felt 
the outcome of the Fred Meyer decision 
would be a critical one, but the majority of 
rack jobbers believed that mass merchan- 
disers would not opt to run record depart- 
ments themselves. "Jefferson tried it in the 
Florida market and failed," commented 
one rack jobber in that market. "But," Jerry 
Richman of Richman Bros., based in 
Philadelphia, continued, "the threat is 
there." Jim Schwartz of Schwartz Bros. 
based in Washington, D.C., concurred, "It 
could happen."

Retailers: Pricing Is Crucial

LOS ANGELES - Lew Krevitz, a record 
dealer from Baltimore, got the retailers 
workshop off to a fast start when he stated 
"I'll tell you a problem in the record in- 
dustry: People like Korvettes are selling 
LPs at $2.99, and I get them from Columbia 
for $3.67! I've got 33 years in this business, 
and this New York crisis (deep discounting) 
is spreading! Why is this? It's the manufac- 
turers!" 

The topic of the meeting was "The 
Current Market Crisis," and discussion 
moderator Dr. Alfred R. Oxenfeldt 
prompted Krevitz' heated statement when 
he asked "Is there a crisis in music 
retailing?" The resulting coversations, 
which included advice from NARM legal 
counsel that the members should not men- 
tion price, definitely answered in the affir- 
mative. 

Mike McKay from Phoenix' Circle 
Records thought the industry brought the 
pricing crisis on itself. "We've always ad- 
vertised prices, rather than artists or music, 
and this results, in the Phoenix area, in see- 
ing everyday prices like $3.65 and $3.54!" 

An unidentified retailer from Denver 
questioned the wisdom of retalatory low - 
balling. "Why does everybody start lowball- 
ing," he asked, "when Peaches comes to 
town? Like Korvettes?!" 

This prompted David Rothfeld, Kor- 
vettes' divisional vice president in charge of 
merchandising (records and books) to 
answer, "I don't intend to ignore competi- 
tion until it's too late. Our regular price in 
Denver is $5.99. I have to protect my com- 
pany's sales!" 

"Well, I think it's necessary to fight low 
prices with merchandising, not giving 
product away!," the Denver man replied. 

Competition Not Price Alone 
Jim Schwartz, president of Schwartz 

Brothers, which operates the Harmony Hut 
retail chain, took the microphone to air his 
observation that, "We share a mall with 
Korvettes, and we have a $1.25 difference. 
I'm concerned with my competition, but I 

don't let it determine my pricing. Competi- 
tion isn't just price alone." 

When Oxenfeldt asked the audience if 

there was a true retail crisis, there were 
murmurings in the convention, with large 
retailers arguing there was none, while the 
smaller retailers thought otherwise. 

Michael Franklin, an English marketing 
specialist brought in to the United States to 
help the ailing Wallichs Music City chain 
(which went chapter XI after the conven- 
tion), sided with the smaller retailers when 
he spoke at the floor microphone. "Here 
you have a market with tremendous 
product availability," Franklin stated, "and 
it appears that it may be the only market 
that has low prices on a popular product in- 
itially, and then sees a rise! To me it seems 
that the retailers seem frightened. This is 
understandable, because for everyone to 
cut prices when there is great consumer 
demand is a crisis in itself!" 

NARM Elects New

that DJP's members were all dj's as a sell- 
ing point, he said, "Naturally we wanted 
everyone to know," specifying he meant 
talent as well as the community, "not for 
favors, but we were not trying to hide the 
fact, either." He said he finds nothing im- 
proper about talking -up a concert, "if you 
do it for everyone," which all the jocks 
maintain they did. 

DJ Lineup 
Witnesses Charles Green, whose air 

name is Chuck McCool, and Gregory Hines 
preceded Edwards in the week's lineup 
and, although there were slight variations in 
testimony, each outlined his understanding 
of policies regarding the station's playlist, 
music sheets and weekly dj reports 
("payola disclaimer forms") and went 
through a chronological run-down of con- 
cert arrangements. 

Each dj testified that he had backdated 
1976 weekly report forms as recently as two 
weeks before the hearings. Marshall Payne 
(air name, Bobby Bennett) said late Friday 
(March 4) he backdated 12 to 15 reports 
and said, "just about every year," if any are 
missing from the previous year, the 
program director would have the dj's fill out 
forms to catch up. Green also missed filling 
out some sheets, saying often they were not 
available on weekends (his shift for four 
years). Hines said he, too, filled out 
backdated forms for 1976 on the personal 
instructions of Cortez Thompson. The 
reports "had something to do with records, 
I believe," Hines said, echoing the others; 
none of the dj's recorded their concert in- 
terests on the form. 

It was Edwards who gave the most in- 
sightful account of his weekly reports. 
When he filled out more than 30 forms a 

couple of weeks ago, he said, he didn't 
think about the accuracy of his answers or 

even which week the form referred to - 
"there were no dates on the sheets when I 

signed." Edwards said he signed the blank 
sheets per instructions from Thompson. 

Approximately three sheets were signed 
contemporaneously, he said, and on those 
he did indicate his personal interest in 
Uraeus (the group he managed in '75 and 
produced on his own label, Mel Records). 
Those sheets are apparently missing from 
subpoenaed files. In Edwards' view also, 
the dj weekly reports had nothing to do with 
concerts and were drawn up in advance of 
any concert activity by the jocks. 

It will be station management's turn next 
to explain the apparently lax record - 
keeping policies; either general manager 
James Kelsey or program director 
Thompson will take the stand after 
Edwards. 

'Bad Vibes' 
Attitudes toward promoter Bill 

Washington varied slightly among WOL dj's 
on the stand. Whereas Payne had 
described a year -long "campaign of com- 
plaints" by Washington to the station, 
alleging conflict of interest situations on the 
part of DJP, Chuck Green said simply, "I 
really didn't understand what 
(Washington's) complaints were about." He 
thought the contracts were cooperative 
ventures and in fact, the dj's were "doing 
things to help him along." 

Edwards' testimony on that score was 
more explicit: "there weren't good vibes" 
between Washington and the dj's, he said, 
beginning as early as the first EWF negotia- 
tions. The strained relations between Soul 
Papa Campbell and Washington (referred 
to earlier by Roger Bethel, the first dj to take 
the stand) were spelled out by Edwards as 
stemming from a personal disagreement 
over Washington's girlfriend, at the time 
Campbell was at local WOOK prior to WOL. 

EAST COASTINGS - "When you're doing it on your own, you have to start small. If you 
start real big, with a big influx of cash from outside, you're asking for trouble, because you 
instantly set up an overhead that's so gigantic that you can't possibly keep up with it." 
These confident words on business come from a man who learned the business the hard 
way. Michael Nesmith reached the pinnacle of so-called stardom as a member of the 
Monkees, spent several years as a solo artist and delved into his own enterprises on many 
occasions, all these experiences eventually resulting in the formation of the Pacific Arts 
Corporation in 1972. Now, with the release of Nesmith's "From A Radio Engine To The 
Photon Wing," Pacific Arts' distribution deal with Island Records is officially in gear. "I'd like 
to make it clear that Island has not funded Pacific Arts at all: we produce our own product, 
and the manufacturing and distribution deal with Island Records is a ¡oint venture." Pacific 
Arts is not solely a record company - the organization is involved in all the media, in- 
cluding the development of systems to deal with the advent of widespread commercial 
availability of the videodisc. (A film of "Photon Wing" is presently under way for just such a 

purpose.) Calling Island a record company with "ideals similar to mine," Nesmith seems 
satisfied with the route he chose. He would not have considered a custom label arrange- 
ment: "A label deal is nothing more than a glorified artist deal, something put together to 
assuage some artist or some producer. I probably could have gotten all kinds of creative 
control, but creative control's not the bottom line. With a label deal, you can't capitalize on 
losses on any of your masters, you can't avail yourself of any of the tax advantages that 
come with running your own business." Although Nesmith has been cast in the 
"progressive country" category, he shuns pigeonholes, and promises that the Pacific Arts 
label will bring out many types of music in the ensuing three years of Island distribution. 

FACE FORWARD - The grapevine says that Steely Dan has signed with Irving Azoff's 
Front Line Management, a step that very well could be related to their eventual move to 
Warner Bros. Records. Dan fans are excited because they see this as further evidence that 
Steely is intending to take to the road again ... The tangle of suits and countersuits be- 
tween Dickey Betts and Phil Walden has finally been settled out of court. After an allega- 
tion by Betts that his contracts weren't quite in order, followed by a Walden countersuit 
based on a verbal agreement, Betts has been freed of all recording, publishing and other 
agreements with Walden for the sum of $150,000. Betts, noting the official end of a long 
relationship with the corporation president, described his mixed feelings: "The saddest 
and happiest day of my life" ... Life goes on for the Stones despite Keith Richards' 
continuing difficulties with the Canadian legal authorities. The group gave a performance 
at a 350 -seat club in Toronto, El Macombo, and the festivities afterwards were attended by 
Margaret Trudeau, wife of Canada's prime minister. Certain members of Parliament were 
said to be outraged by Ms. Trudeau's choice of company, but she and her husband stood 
their ground. Meanwhile, Richards' case continues, with a charge for possession of 
cocaine recently added to the previous heroin counts. At the Stones' hotel, where you 
could practically have found a reporter in every broom closet, Richards reportedly quip- 
ped, "I can't understand why my publicist didn't arrange more interviews for this gig." 

MEANZ TO AN ENZ - At the Bottom Line this past weekend, we found that Henny 
Youngman's audience liked Split Enz, and vice versa. Youngman practically choked up as 
he was called out for an encore, claiming that he "had never played to such a young crowd 
before." 

The day of their New York debut, vocalist Tim Finn and bassist Jonathan Chunn of the 
Enz came up to Cash Box to saya bit about themselves. Their bizarre makeup and costum- 
ing, says Finn, is considered a natural enhancement of the dramatic presentation of their 
music, and certainly not meant to alienate anyone. "If it got to that stage, we'd simply throw 
the makeup and costumes out the window." At the same time, they hope their visual ap- 
pearance will not be construed as any get -rich -quick scheme aimed at attracting attention. 
When the group started in its basic and less flamboyant form in New Zealand about ten 
years ago, songwriting was what brought the people together, making the point that their 
music is what the trappings are all about. As to their unusual nation of origin, the Enz war- 
ned, "New Zealand only seems exotic to people who don't live there." 

MORE YOUNGMAN - For anyone who thinks that the similarity between Henny 
Youngman and Henry Gross ends at their each handling an axe, look again. Henry was in 
the audience Friday, soaking up every one-liner. His big hero, you see, is Mel Brooks, and 
Gross' comedy trapping include a taped Marx Brothers routine encountered by anyone 
who calls his home when he's not around. In a recent interview with Scholastic magazine, 
Gross expounded, "In this business, either you're Peter Frampton or you're chopped 
liver." 

VIVA SANTANA - Santana became the first recipient of a new award last week when 
CBS International vice president Dick Asher handed a crystal world globe to the group, 
signifying the sale of five million albums worldwide. The CBS International division hasn't 
come up with a name for the award yet, so address your suggestions. The award luncheon 
heralded a grand Santana weekend in New York, including a Latin gig at the Roseland 
ballroom with Tito Pueste, and a night at the Palladium that saw late show jamming with 
Gato Barbieri, Al DIMeola and Larry Harlow. Santana's current tour is marked by the 
return of the impetuous timbalist Jose Chepito Areas, who was handing out little envelopes 
marked "For Girls Only" all weekend. (They contained his hotel room number.) 

STEP UP TO THE MIKE - The Composer's Series held at the Ballroom in lower Manhat- 
tan ended with a bang last week as Andrew Lloyd Webber and Tim Rice gave their perfor- 
ming debut. Though neither is exactly Mario Lanza where the pipes are concerned, the 
"Evita" and "Jesus Christ Superstar" composers kept the audience entertained through a 

set that highlighted many interesting points in their careers, the successes as well as the 
failures. They were helped by Marta Heflin, the slim and elegant songstress who replaced 
Yvonne Elliman in the Broadway production "Superstar. "The delicate melodic turns of the 
verse of "Don't Cry For Me Argentina" from "Evita" were especially powerful through her 
vocal interpretation, but the composers, in their own way, stole their show. Tim Rice's Elvis 
Presley imitation (for Pharoah in "Joseph And The Technicolor Dreamcoat") was 
amusingly understated in the club atmosphere. Another high point was "Kansas Morning," 
a Webber melody for which Rice said he "quickly rustled up some lyrics." Lyrically, the ad- 
vertisements for all -natural cereals have been better, but the melody was eventually 
recycled into "I Don't Know How To Love Him." 

WINE WAS HIS COMPANION - In recognition of his efforts in making the wines of Bor- 
deaux better known to young Americans, AI Stewart was inducted into the Compagnon De 
Bordeaux by the Conseil Interprofessionnel Du Vin last week. At the reception, Stewart 
testified to his long love affair with wine, stating "wine helped me write the songs." 

A WHITE TORNADO - Wild Cherry has been meeting explosive events on their current 
tour, from audience mania to natural disaster. In Montgomery, West Virginia, their gig was 
complicated by a bomb threat, while in Starkville, Mississippi, they ran into a tornado, and 
the scene was reportedly repeated indoors ... Iggy Pop and Blondie at the Palladium, 
March 18.

June Carter Cash was presented with an Honorary Doctor of Humane Letters degree 
from National University in San Diego. The degree presentation was made to June at The 
House of Cash in Hendersonville, Tenn., by Dr. David Chigos of the National University. 

ABC/Dot Records producer Ron Chancey made what may bean unprecedented move 
in country music when the label released Johnny Carver's version of "Living Next Door To 
Alice" on top of his single "Sweet City Woman." Carver and Chancey recorded "Living 
Next Door To Alice," a song recorded by the English group Smokie, when a few country 
stations began playing the version by the pop group.

NASHVILLE - Capitol Records will co- 
sponsor, March 27, the first in a series of 
programs combining a symposium on the 
music business with a showcase perfor- 
mance by a major label artist, according to 
Cathy Roszell, assistant director of 
publicity at Capitol. The first program will 
feature a symposium on "The Hows, Whys 
and Whats of Music Publishing," and a 

showcase by Capitol's Lonnie Mack. 
The music publishing symposium will be 

moderated by Roger Sovine, assistant vice- 
president of BMI here, and will include pan- 
elists Bob Beckham, president of Combine 
Music; Buzz Cason, owner of Creative 
Workshop; Steve Singleton, co -director of 
OAS Music Group; Don Putnam, 
professional manager of Peer -Southern;

NARM Panelists Discuss 
Black Merchandising Aspects 

by Cookie Amerson 
LOS ANGELES - "Black is the bottom line 
that should be the top line," stated one 
panel member during a meeting discussing 
marketing and merchandising of black 
product. Panel members included: 
Clarence Avant, president of Tabu 
Records; Eugene J. Boykins, product 
manager of the Carnation Company; John 
Marmaduke, director of Western Merchan- 
disers; LeBaron Taylor, vice-president of 
CBS Records special markets; and Jerry 
Wexler, consultant for Atlantic Records. 
Chairman of the panel was Ed Wright, 
president of GEI Communications. Wexler 
started the discussion by giving a short 
history of popular music, and noted that "all 
music has to do with black music; basically 
there is no other music than black music in 
varying shades. Our music today is a mix- 
ture of European folk with African inflec- 
tions. The fact that black music sells goes 
without saying - not only to blacks but also 
to whites." Taylor named such artists as 
Earth, Wind & Fire, Rufus, Lou Rawls, 
Stevie Wonder, Barry White and Natalie 
Cole as artists who have sold in excess of 
two million units. He also noted that studies 
show that consumers annually have $85 
Billion in purchasing power. Other research 
also substantiated the fact that during times 
of economic upheaval such as a depres- 
sion or a recession, blacks continue to sup- 
port music and leisure time activities. 

Tunnel Vision 
"The stereotyped, tunnel vision ap- 

proach that has been prevalent for years in 
marketing black product is no longer ap- 
plicable to the consumer," exclaimed 

Taylor. "The black consumer must be 
recognized as an entity. Manufacturers 
should identify with the black consumer, 
and then invite him to purchase their 
product through a total commitment in 
marketing, merchandising and advertis- 
ing." 

Wright explained that "30 to 40% of the 
product on the charts is black oriented 
music. 90% of the music played on disco 
formatted radio stations is black oriented 
music. Keeping this in mind, we should 
make a more concerted effort to identify 
more closely what we have, and figure out 
how we can do better with it - whether we 
call it R&B, disco, jazz or whatever, whether 
it sells to the black or white consumer." 

Boykins very emphatically stated, "The 
black consumer is definitely different in its 
buying habits than the general population. 
Our research has proven that blacks buy 
different products for different reasons 
than the general population. It is the 
manufacturer's responsibility to segment 
the market, and define whom he is dealing 
with and make himself aware of how that 
market should be reached. When the 
manufacturer has taken the initial steps, he 
must be sincere in making a total commit- 
ment to that market in order to reap the 
benefits." 

Avant, who did not totally agree with the 
categorization in the industry, quipped, "I 
don't pay minority taxes, so why should 
other things that affect me be dealt with in a 
'minority' fashion? The bottom line of this 
business is money and if the industry is to 
grow we must take the bottom line and br- 
ing it to the top where it belongs."

Reflections 'N Black 
The license for WJMO/WLYT in Cleve- 

land may not be renewed, because an FCC 
judge feels that Richard Eaton, owner of the 
UCB chain, has repeatedly violated FCC 
regulations. Judge John Conlin has 
proposed denial of the license renewal, 
stating, "The licensee has repeatly failed to 
file time brokerage contracts and has 
violated equal -time laws and fairness doc- 
trines." 

Arbltron has just issued a programming 
guide called "Research Guidelines For 
Programming Decision Makers." The guide 
was prepared to help programmers better 
understand details of audience research 

and the effective use of estimates as a deci- 
sion making tool. The booklet is divided 
into three sections, starting with un- 
derstanding marketing factors that in- 
fluence your market, in depth explanation 
of basic research terms and how to best use 
ARB information to solve your station's 
problems. The third part consists of how 
Arbitron measures radio from the very 
beginning to the end.

about 15% in the past three or four weeks." 
However, LeAnnais indicated he planned to 
begin advertising more heavily in the 
Detroit Free Press and on radio. "I haven't 
done too much (promoting) yet," LeAnnais 
added, "but I think we'll start recovering af- 
ter awhile." 

"There was some fear among retailers 
before they (Peaches) moved in," noted 
Garud MacTaggart, manager of one of Har- 
mony House's six area stores, "but it hasn't 
worked out badly." 

MacTaggart said sales in his store have 
even gone up since the Peaches opening, 
partly because the chain lowered its sale 
price on selected LPs from $3.97 to $3.77 
and has been advertising much more on 
WNIC and CKLW. MacTaggart added it is 
not uncommon now for Harmony House to 
sell LPs at $3.77, $3.97 and $4.97, a form of 
"variable pricing." 

"It's still early," he concluded. "We'll see 
what happens after Peaches fully es- 
tablishes itself." 

Other record retailers and mass 
merchandisers such as Discount Records 
and Musicland have been a little more visi- 
ble in the past few weeks, sources said, but 
pricing and promotion have remained 
relatively stable. 

One retailer hinted that the Detroit 
market could see major expansion in the 
coming months, with the rumoured open- 
ing of another Peaches outlet and a seventh 
Harmony House store. 

Frank Miko, vice president of Nehi 
Record Distributing Co., which owns 
Peaches, said the chain was looking at 
other sites in the area. "The Detroit opening 
is the best we've ever had," Miko asserted, 
noting that he didn't believe Peaches had 

severely hurt any retailer. "We're only in 
one small area (of the city) now," Miko 
noted, "and there's plenty of room to go 
around."

Music And Games At '77 Trade Show 
CHICAGO - The 1977 National Automatic 
Merchandising Association (NAMA) 
national convention -exhibit in Chicago will 
be expanded by the addition of a special 
hall for coin -operated music and amuse- 
ment machines. Dates of the convention 
are October 13 through 16 at McCormick 
Place. 

The decision to add music and games 
equipment, in a separate hall, at the trade 
show of vending and foodservice manage- 
ment was made by the NAMA board of 
directors at its February meeting, after 
thorough discussion at board meetings 
during the past two years. The decision, 
however, does not include any change in 
the association's present activities and ser- 
vices, which continue to be limited to the 
merchandise vending and foodservice 
management operations of its member 
firms. according to NAMA president G. 
Richard Schreiber. 

"Because our national and western con- 
ventions and exhibits have been highly suc- 
cessful," Schreiber explained, "an increas- 
ing number of members urged that we offer 
this additional service to the many NAMA 
member firms which operate music and 
games as well as merchandise vending 
equipment." 

He added that operator members as well 
as NAMA exhibitors have been unhappy in 
recent years about the conflict in exhibit 
dates and locations of the NAMA show and 
the Amusement and Music Operators of 
America (AMOA) convention, and that ef- 
forts :-: coordinate the dates and places 
have not been successful. In 1977, though. 
both shows will be held in Chicago within 
two weeks of each other. The AMOA will be 
held October 28. 29 and 30 in the Conrad 
Hilton Hotel. 

NAMA's director of sales Jack Rielley 
has made contact with manufacturers of 
coin -operated music and amusement 
machines to inform them of NAMA's plan to 
add music and games to its 1977 conven- 
tion and its plans to do so also at the 1978 
Western Convention. 

Schreiber said one-fourth of the 163 new 
operator members who joined NAMA in 
1976 indicated that they also operate music 
and games equipment and that nearly all 
members in the "street" cigarette business 
have long been in the music and games 
business as well. 

NAMA was founded in 1936, in part to es- 
tablish "merchandise vending" as a 

separate business for legislative and public 
relations reasons. Until 1962 the associa- 
tion maintained a policy of not admitting 
operators of music and games. Since then

peared at #112 bullet moving to #79 bullet 
this week. "Manilow II" reentered this week 
at #178 bullet. 

Neil Diamond currently has seven 
albums on J.L. Marsh's top 700 best sellers 
list this week. His 1971 "Moods" album 
came back into Marsh's top 700 at #527 this 
week. 

Buyers at major rack jobbers have 
reported similar increases in Manilow's 
catalog. One predicted that all four Manilow 
LPs would be in his top 100 next week. 
Another said he thought Manilow would 
have at least two albums in his top 10 by 
then. 

Jimmy Solmsen, LP buyer for Schwartz 
Bros. in Washington, D.C., expressed the 
typical reaction to Manilow's catalog sales 
saying, "It has been just unbelievable. It's 
been like Christmas time around here with 
Manilow." 

Solmsen said the Manilow catalog has 
doubled in sales on account of the TV 
special. "It was a great show and I'm really 
glad he did it. We really needed something 
like that." 

Steve Marmaduke, buyer for Western 
Merchandisers, added, "the Manilow 
catalog was relatively dying until the TV 
special. Now, the entire catalog is selling 
strongly." He estimated Manilow's sales 
were up three to five times over previous 
levels. 

Most buyers said that Manilow's increase 
was more substantial than Diamond's. As a 
buyer at Sounds Unlimited in Chicago put 
it. "Neil Diamond's sales were up, but not as 
much as Manilow's." 

Yetnikoff Speech

your product, what do you charge your 
customers and what's left in between; 
namely, the ever elusive profit margin." 

He said a 75 -year -old cylinder record 
with one song cost 50 cents when it was 
new. On the basis of that price, an album 
consisting of 10 songs would have cost $5 
75 years ago. 

"In 75 years the cost to the consumer has 
gone up twenty -fold on almost everything," 
Yetnikoff said. "But as far as superior 
recorded music is concerned, the price to 
the consumer today is often not even $5, 
but $3.99 and $2.99." 

He suggested that recent increases in list 
prices are justified, that they helped ex- 
pand profit margins. "If there is a time when 
we should all be profitable, it is now," he 
said. "The consumer is willing to pay the 
price for what he or she wants, in this in- 
dustry as well as in the others." 

As proof of his theory he cited the 
success the soundtrack to "A Star Is Born" 
listing for $8.98, which he said has achieved 
sales of more than "two million units... and 
still coming in at over 200,000 per week." 

Besides those two main focal points of 
his address, Yetnikoff touched lightly on 
problems of returns, tight radio playlists 
and the cost of breaking new artists. 

He also mentioned increased advertising 
in all media by various elements in the in- 
dustry, the success of some rack merchan- 
disers and the estimated $25 billion 
available to record -buying teenagers as 
positive aspects to be considered. 

Although he said he has "no panaceas 
for our industry," he concluded his speech 
saying, "Considering the potential that is 
possible, somehow solutions to the 
problems that face this industry today will 
be found." 

NARM Convention Keynote Address 
by 

WALTER R. YETNIKOFF 
President, CBS/Records Group 

Los Angeles, California - March 5, 1977 
Good morning. 
The first thing that happens when you are asked to be a 

keynote speaker is that Jules Malamud calls you so many 
months in advance that it is easy to say "yes" because you 
feel the day will never arrive. The second thing that hap- 
pens is that a mailman on the verge of a double hernia 
arrives with a package containing the prior NARM key- 
note speeches. The third thing that happens, at least for 
me. is that after reading the package you begin to get the 
queasy feeling that perhaps this wasn't such a good idea 
after all. because everything worthwhile has been said. 

Most speakers either reminisce or reflect on what has 
occurred in our industry and each succeeding speaker 
feels compelled to do the same. I am not any different in 

that respect. The size of this convention and the number of 
people attending is indicative of the size and complexity of 
our industry today. 

The importance of who we are and what we represent 
was demonstrated in part by the fact that Jimmy Carter 
took time out from an obviously very busy schedule last 
year to address this convention. Unfortunately I was 
standing next to Al Chotin during Mr. Carter's speech and 
all I heard was Al repeating in his inimical Yiddish: "Vos 
zugst er vos zugst er." Bruce Lundvall and Jack Craigo tell 
me that this translates as "What's he talking about?" 

We are also apparently important enough to be the sub- 
ject of continuing governmental investigations. When one 
finishes. another - maybe two - seem to start despite 
the almost total vindication of the prior investigation. We 
are probed. we are looked at. and we are examined under 
microscopes. And all we are trying to do is entertain. com- 
municate and make people happy - and obviously make 
a few bucks in the process. 

What is it that has made music such an important part of 
our nation's life? The creativity. the uniqueness, the 
messages of our artists - of course - because without 
that there is nothing. But there is also the very significant 
factor of having a distribution system which gets our 
product through to the consumer in ever increasing 
amounts. I have knowledge about the distribution pat- 
terns in other countries and, while growth overseas has 
also been impressive. I don't know of anywhere else where 
recorded music is so easily accessible to so many people. 
or where individual records sell in such large quantities. 
The distributor. rackjobber. one -stop and the aggressive 
retailer in this country have put our product practically 
everywhere that the consumer goes to shop. 

This independent entrepreneurial system and fierce 
competition is not found in the same way in other places 
where. for the most part, there are few or no sub -distrib- 
utors or else. sub -distributors operated by the industry it- 
self. The foreign markets are well aware of what our 
system of distribution has accomplished in terms of your 
reaching and opening such a vast number of music out- 
lets. Yet. at the same time. there is an ambivalent attitude 
overseas because of the awareness of the problems which 
this very system of distribution of ours has generated. So 
over the years the perspective of the rest of the world has 
been that our complex free enterprise distribution system 
is a mixed blessing - the American industry has ex- 
ploded because of it. yet it has brought in its wake a host of 
problems. 

Primary among those problems today is obviously what 
is on everybody's mind - what do you pay for your prod- 
uct. what do you charge your customers. and what's left in 

between: namely, the ever elusive profit margin. We all 
arrive at these various prices by our own different routes. 
But we are equally concerned with the in between. 

It sometimes seems that this is a brand new problem 
but it has been with us for perhaps close to two decades. 
Practically every keynote speaker has made reference to 
it in recent times. For example, in 1971 Clive Davis 
referred to pricing as "the current hot issue among NARM 
members." In 1972 Jerry Moss referred to numbers and 
prices and gross margin percentages as something he 
could not make an address on because he was not a 

"numbers" man. although he sure does seem to do pretty 
well on his numbers. In 1975 Amos Heilicher stated that he 
hated to bring it up again and then proceeded to give one 
of the most lucid explanations of the problem. 

So it's still with us. perhaps even in a more magnified 
form. This is the centenary celebration of the invention of 
recorded sound. We say that Thomas Edison invented it, 
the French give credit to a fellow named Charles Cros - 
and the Russians. of course, say that they did it but they 
won't give out the name of the inventor for security 
reasons. 

Anyhow. I couldn't find a record of a hundred years ago 
but I did come up with a case for a Columbia Gold Mould- 
ed 4 -Minute indestructible cylinder record which plays 
one selection for a full four minutes and which states that it 
lasts forever. never wears out. never breaks and is unaf- 
fected by any climate. But. you will notice that, despite 
these claims, all I have left is the case. The cylinder itself 
must be in a perpetual state of existence elsewhere. This 
package is perhaps 75 years old. 

The price at which this record was sold to the consumer 
75 years ago was, as stated on the box, 50 cents for one in- 
destructible cut. or half a single. or one dollar for an entire 
single and five dollars for the equivalent of an album. Five 
dollars in 1900 could feed a family of five for a week with- 
out pinching pennies. Today the statistics show that a 

week's shopping basket for the family of five would cost 
close to $100. So in 75 years the cost to the consumer has 
gone up twenty -fold on almost everything. But as far as 
superior recorded music is concerned. the price to the 
consumer today is often not even five dollars but $3.99 
and $2.99. 

Let's get slightly more current. Twenty-five years ago a 

new car which today costs $6.000 was being sold for $3,- 
000. Coffee was selling for 79 cents a pound, not for $3.79 
a pound. And. twenty-five years ago you paid $3.98 for a 

10 -inch LP. Today's 12 -inch counterpart is still selling for 
$3.98 or less in many cases despite skyrocketing costs. 

Does it make any sense that a far superior product 
should be selling 25 and 75 years later for a lower price,

when consumer demand today is at an all time high. 

Why is our industry different from almost all others? 
Most products when they are introduced to the consumer 
enter the marketplace at a high price. Only after they have 
been around for a while, and the initial demand has dissi- 
pated. do prices come down. With records exactly the op- 
posite is often true. When a high demand album is 

released it is often sold to the consumer at a bottom level 
price. sometimes even at a loss. Then, after the bulk of 
sales have been realized and the album assumes catalog 
status. its retail price goes up. 

I have no panaceas for our industry on how to expand 
the precious in-between. I am not speaking as a repre- 
sentative of manufacturers. All of us. like you, do things 
different ways. I am merely making some personal obser- 
vations and do not intend from this rostrum to announce 
any radical price changes by CBS Records or to endorse 
anyone else's. I am simply speaking about the tendency to 
underestimate the value of recorded music. 

I don't personally believe that the right recorded music 
is as price sensitive as others do. As you know, CBS had a 

suggested list price of $8 98 for "A Star Is Born." Despite 
protestations in many quarters, that record is now a run- 
away best seller with over two million units sold and still 
coming in .at over 200.000 per week. I know that many have 
exercised their options to sell that record for substantially 
below suggested list but I don't believe that. when con- 
sumer demand is so high, a higher selling price would 
have adversely affected our sales or your sales. 

The consumer is willing to pay the price for what he or 
she wants. in this industry as well as in others. If there is a 

time when we should all be profitable, it is now. Not too 
long ago we were struggling to achieve gold on not only 
top ten but in many cases, number one singles. The days 
of multi -million albums sales seemed to be a thing of the 
'60s. The role which music had in influencing social 
change and new values had diminished. But 1976 saw a 

change in this. No sooner had the RIAA adopted platinum 
as the new standard of achievement then albums by brand 
new artists, established artists. and artists who had paid 
their dues. but had not broken big. began to sell two 
million. three million. four million, five million and six 
million copies. Perhaps someone should speak to Stan 
Gortikov about setting up diamond. uranium and crypton- 
ium classifications because I believe there were at least 
twenty multi -million selling albums released in 1976. 

Look. too. at the so-called black crossover 
phenomenon. Every day all of us are experiencing the 
growing number of black artists reaching an ever -widen- 
ing audience. This is another healthy sign of the change in 

the tastes of record consumers which have expanded and 
become extremely eclectic. Record executives like to 
label their music - call it R8 B, country, hard rock, or mid- 
dle-of-the-road - but the consumer isn't being limned by 
these distinctions. They are listening for exceptional 
music and buying what they like. Visiting a record store 
late at night. I've seen a buyer pick out both an Eagles and 
a Herbie Hancock album. Just a few years ago you prob- 
ably wouldn't find record customers seeking out such 
diverse music. 

Right now. the record consuming public is 
demonstrating an insatiable appetite for a wide variety of 
musical experiences. Through the extraordinary 
marketing system you have built, we have been bringing 
the creations of artists to the consumer as fast as they can 
be delivered. And still. the consumer remains unsatisfied, 
coming back over and over again, ready and eager to buy 
more. 

Despite seemingly unfavorable changing 
demographics. our youth are obviously buying off the 
racks and off the shelves more and more albums than 
ever before. as well as singles. And, are those 
demographics really all that depressing? The population 
statistics tell us there are 33 million teenagers between 
twelve and twenty who have available to them a staggering 
expendable income of 25 billion dollars and they don't 
have to pay the rent or buy the groceries. Also, fortunately 
for us, consumers aren't behaving like former generations 
who gave up their strong interest in music not too many 
years after they were first attracted to it. Today's con- 
sumers remain active well beyond their expected buying 
years. While it is still uncertain how long they will stay with 
us. I am convinced that as long as we deliver what they 
want. they'll stick with record buying. They have already 
shown us that music isn't merely an occasional diversion 
for them but a fundamental part of their chosen lifestyle. 

These are hardly intended to be self-satisfied com- 
ments. As an industry we need more of the type of NARM 
and RIAA studies to identify the buying attitudes and what 
is necessary to motivate the adult consumers to purchase 
more recorded music. After all, many of the artists who 
rode the crest of the music explosion in the sixties are now 
into their thirties and still going strong. With some of them. 
we can look forward to their continuing popularity and 

success through age 40 and beyond. I am talking about 
not only those artists one would classify as MOR but also 
those who all of us would classify as contemporary artists 
with broad demographic appeal. from sub -teen to mature 
adult. And many of those artists are already broadening 
their artistic base through television appearances. Also 
more and more of these same artists are getting into - or 
talking about getting into - movie careers. both on a 

dramatic and musical level. Again, this is a good sign. not 
only because it provides for career stability, but because it 
opens up new opportunities for us to more effectively use 
other media to promote our product. 

In 1976. for example, there were many more television 
spots - expensive though they are - to stimulate retail 
sales of records. Obviously. as an industry. we still have a 

lot to learn about the use of other media for reaching peo- 
ple who want to buy records. but aren't yet aware that they 
do. I have been accused of having said that records 
should be sold like soap. I never said that. What I did say is 

that we. as an industry. both at the label and distribution 
levels. can learn something about marketing from other 
industries which sell effectively even though they don't 
have the unique and creative product we have. 

True. we are an industry that is very dependent on radio 
exposure for our product. Even here, however. I think that 
most of us involved in the symbiotic relationship with radio 

are finding that a better working relationship has brought 
about a greater understanding of each other's problems 
and needs. We are finding an opening -up of the tight play 
list situation and a more adventuresome spirit. 

At the same time. I am encouraged by this industry's 
more intelligent use - particularly in the past year - of 

the other means available to us - the TV spots I have 

already mentioned. in-store merchandising: radio and 
print advertising: crossover techniques. disco merchan- 
dising. and so forth. Some of these techniques are more 
suitable for the manufacturer and others for the 
distributor. 

Price competition in our free enterprise system is 

healthy and. in fact. is mandated by our laws. But some- 
times I get the feeling that we suffer from tunnel vision 
focused on price to the exclusion of other competitive and 
sales -building techniques. We have seen what 
professional rack merchandising can do to turn around a 

situation. such as what was accomplished at Sears. This is 

an example of what you can do if you want to. That's your 
job. 

A big part of our job as labels is to discover and develop 
new artists. while continuing to nurture and promote the 
talent we have - so that we all have product to sell. All this 
takes enormous investments in talent and marketing 
which are very different from the normal production costs 
of other so-called "manufacturing" industries. And, our 
research and development costs in this area are growing 
by leaps and bounds. particularly in the light of the de- 
mands made by talent these days, and it can often take 
three or four albums before a superstar is born. even 
when the talent is there. 

Without your help the labels could not succeed in these 
endeavors. But it is still the labels which bear the major 
financial brunt of maintaining the life blood of our industry. 
Everyone reads about the enormous cost of already es- 
tablished superstar talent (and many of the facts and 
figures I have read are not accurate). but you don't read 
about the costs of our failures. which can be just as expen- 
sive. In order to get that double platinum winner. the label 
has to invest. and invest big. and sometimes we have to 
wait a long time for what we believe in. It may cost money 
for the distributor. the sub -distributor and the retailer to 
handle and return records which haven't made it. But it 

costs us much more to eat those failures and digest all the 
other accompanying expenses of artists. publishers. 
graphic designers, studios. production facilities. and ad- 
vertising and marketing services - let alone overhead. 

So. we are also concerned with our in-between. I think 
that most record manufacturers are special types of com- 
panies deeply committed to the product they produce. It is 

an emotional and practical commitment that should never 
be underestimated. But. we are also businessmen. And I 

hope you believe that. as businessmen. we are not and 
cannot be visionless mercenaries, unaware that a fair 
profit for our customers is a necessity to maintaining a 

broad customer base. 
Meanwhile, the future vision of the record industry is 

staggering. The RIAA tells us that there are 60 thousand 
retail outlets in the United States and that 73 million 
phonographs are now in use. Network television demon- 
strated that it can attract an audience of close to 100 

million viewers when it presents programs such as Roots. 
Block buster films can draw audiences of 30 to 40 million 
ticket buyers. Compared to that. double platinum cer- 
tainly seems puny. Considering the potential that is possi- 
ble. somehow solutions to the problems that face this in- 
dustry today will be found.

"Secondly, the submission of 
professional briefs to the federal and 
provincial governments requesting 
elimination of taxes on sales of Canadian 
recordings, and also requesting a com- 
parable and equitable income tax basis 
such as granted to the Canadian movie 
industry." 

The CRIA is currently involved in 
organizing a pavilion at the Canadian 
National Exhibition grounds to honor the 
100th anniversary of recorded sound.

CRIA Pavilion Plans Unveiled For 
Anniversary Of Recorded Sound 
TORONTO - The Canadian Recording In- 
dustry Association (CRIA), in cooperation 
with the Canadian National Exhibition 
(CNE), has announced plans to celebrate 
the 100th anniversary of recorded sound 
with a gigantic music pavilion in Toronto. 

Called the Canadian Recording Industry 
Pavilion, plans were unveiled jointly for the 
consumer show by Terry Lynd, president of 
the CRIA and of CBS Records of Canada, 
and Arnold Gosewich, president of Capitol 
Records -EMI Canada and chairman of the 
organizing committee in charge of the 
pavilion. 

With a budget in excess of $500,000, the 
pavilion is expected to draw at least one 
million people through its doors at the fair 
in August. 

In a prepared speech, Arnold Gosewich 
cited examples of how other countries were 
celebrating this commemorative year. 
France, the U.S. and India are issuing com- 
memorative stamps; in Holland, secondary 
schools will be presented with packages of 
records covering the development of 
Western music over the past 500 years; in 
England, a six -part series on all aspects of 
the record business is being shown on TV 
along with a 13 -part series covering the 
history of pop music. 

"These examples," Gosewich said, "as 
well as other activities, will all serve to draw 
attention to the impact recorded sound has 
had over the past 100 years as a result of 
the phonograph's invention.

petitors expressed the opinion that the 
company had not been a potent force in the 
L.A. market for at least the last five years. 
Lack of aggressive advertising, overly con- 
servative merchandising techniques, staff- 
ing (and store hours) and outmoded pricing 
policies were cited as factors that may have 
contributed to the company's decline. 

Opinion was split as to whether Wallichs' 
preoccupation with hard goods - televi- 
sions, stereos, musical instruments, etc. - 
had encouraged or delayed its financial dif- 
ficulties. 

With the exception of The Wherehouse, 
where president Lee Hartstone refused 
comment on the Chapter XI filing, 
representatives of other retail chains in the 
L.A. market concurred for the most part 
that Wallichs' current problems can be 
traced to three major areas: 

Its failure to keep abreast of rapidly 
changing market conditions; 

Its low sales volume of current product 
releases; and 

Its apparent inability to shed its high 
price image. 

"Their (Wallichs') record department 
hasn't really meant anything for a long 
time." said Russ Solomon, president of 
Tower Records. "It's been impotent. They 
haven't paid attention. Until recently they've 
taken the position of selling for full price. 
That goes back to the early days of the 
record business when I was a kid." 

He added: "I don't believe - and I mean 
this sincerely - that the record part of their 
business is the source of the problem, in 

any way. They haven't been a factor, so they 
can't be in that deep. Their problems go 
back to their involvement in hard goods - 
pianos and that kind of stuff. And they've 
probably suffered competitively (against) 
every other company selling the products 
they carried." 

Lou Fogelman, president of Music Plus, 
agreed that Wallichs had not been a factor 
in the L.A. market for years. "I guess it was 
just a matter of time," he said. "They've 
been a nonentity in this market for so long 
that it finally caught up with them. They 
were back in the 1950s, and everybody else 
was in the 1970s." 

In addition, Fogelman was not optimistic 
about Wallichs' ability to compete in the 
L.A. market even if the company is suc- 
cessful in getting creditors to reschedule its 
debt payments. "No way," he said, when 
asked to evaluate Wallichs' future. 

Need Aggressive Campaign 
Other retailers confided privately that in 

order to stay in business it is imperative that 
Wallichs embark on an aggressive adver- 
tising campaign designed to promote its 
avowed policy of competitive pricing. It was 
also indicated that Wallichs must devote 
more attention to new releases by current 
best selling artists. In addition, the finan- 
cially troubled company needs to do a lot 
more in the area of marketing research to 
increase its awareness of future trends so 
that it can direct its merchandising efforts 
accordingly.
