Independent Distribution Outlook Unclear 

Analyzing the three independent to branch distribution switches over the past 
three weeks, we feel that, on balance, nothing really has changed. There are still 
those that see a rosy future for indies, and those that see gloom. And even after 
these three most recent changes, nobody has switched sides from the positive to 
the negative. 

As many distributors pointed out (see news story on indies), it was not A&M or 
Motown or Casablanca or UA that made the change. It was three labels that needed 
injections of new blood - not because their product was inferior, and not because 
their independent distribution was inferior. They just needed "something," and we 
are sure the distributors they are leaving, in most cases wish them well. 

Where do the indies see themselves going from here? Most of them tended, 
obviously, to minimize the defections. Ira Heilicher and Milt Salstone recall, 
rightfully so, that there have been a number of highly successful switches from 
branch distribution to independent distribution in the past few years. The panel at 

the NARM independent distributor meeting - with UA, Casablanca and Chrysalis 
represented - is an effective example of that trend. 

Independent distributors, though, are still being squeezed from a profit and 
margin standpoint. Their ability to bankroll small, marginal labels, is obviously not 
as great as that of a major, diversified conglomerate. The independents 
themselves, in many cases, have been forced to diversify into other parts of the 
record business for sheer survival. As a collective group, they are most certainly 
unable to come up with the millions of dollars necessary to "float" manufacturers 
who need additional capital. 

And yet, as we've stated before, they are indeed a hearty breed, they have 
survived in the face of very difficult odds. 

Exactly what the future of the independents is remains to be seen. There have 
been a number of consolidations over the past few years, as the number of 
available lines has gotten smaller and, perhaps as a result, territories have gotten 
larger. The result is that the number of distributors has gotten smaller. 

But the pendulum swings both ways. While some manufacturers have, or are 
planning to switch one way, others maybe switching the other way. In any case, 
from the rumblings we hear, the switchings are not about to stop.

News Of Independent Distribution 

Indies' Outlook Divided As 
3 Labels Sign With Majors 

by Mike Falcon 
LOS ANGELES - The Island Records deci- 
sion to use the Phonodisc distribution 
network is the third defection from in- 
dependent distributors in three weeks, 
following departures by Buddah Records 
(to RCA) and Playboy Records (to CBS). A 
Cash Box survey of independent dis- 
tributors revealed diverse opinion on the 
effects of the moves and reasons for the 
changes. 

Most distributors thought that the 
changes would have little short-term effect 
on their operations because of the relatively 
small amount of sales produced by the 
three firms in comparison with indepen- 
dently distributed labels like Motown and 
A&M. While the majority of distributors 
queried thought the departures were not 
critical, some thought the new agreements 
might herald a renewed small label trend 
towards major label affiliation. Very few in- 
dependent distributors could outline 
remedies for the situation. 

Don't Mean Much 
"These moves don't mean too much to us 

as a whole," observed Bill Emerson, 
manager of Big State Distributing in Dallas.

"Just one line or two lines, compared with 
the rest of the product we handle, isn't too 
bad. I'm sure we'll miss some the the coun- 
try product," added Emerson, who lost 
Playboy and Buddah, "but we'll just have to 
work 'a little harder and pick it up 
somewhere else. The business is still 
healthier than anytime since I've been 
here." 

"In terms of what it will do: not much," 
stated one midwestern indie owner. "Of 
course it does hurt when you lose product; 
there's no question about that. But the 
positive aspect is that the indies' having too 
much to handle is partially resolved. We 
can concentrate on what we have." 

Ted Adams, general manager of Music 
City Record Distributors in Nashville, felt 
his operation was still strong, but that the 
moves were not good for the industry as a 

whole. "Naturally, these things hurt the 
independents." 

"The labels that went to major distribu- 
tion have not been labels I've been handl- 
ing," said Mike Paikos, sales manager for 
San Francisco's Pacific Record and Tape 
Distributors. "The effect for me is that it has 
made my competition weaker. Not that it's 
made me stronger, but it's brought my

Nuccio pointed out 
that the new relationship is for sales and 
distribution only and that Island retains its 

independent status in all other areas. 
Some of the artists on Island and its 

group of labels include Bob Marley & the 
Wailers, Steve Winwood, Murray 
McLauchlan, Rough Diamond, Third 
World, Wilton Place Street Band, Bruce 
Cockburn, Robert Palmer and Michael 
Nesmith. Island's roster contains artists 
from the U. S., Britain, Jamaica, Japan, 
Brazil, Spain and Ireland. 

John Frisoli, president of Phonodisc, 
commented that the distribution pact 
should "beneficially augment our business 
and theirs, too, from the product penetra- 
tion point of view." 

Testimony Begins In Federal 
Probe Of Industry Practices 

by Alan Sutton 
LOS ANGELES - A federal grand jury 
looking into alleged antitrust activities of 
the record industry has begun hearing 
testimony in Los Angeles, while at the same 
time, the issue began receiving wide- 
spread attention both within and without 
the music business. MCA Inc. mentioned 
the investigation in its annual report, and 
the Wall Street Journal for the first time 
reported on it in a copyrighted article dated 
March 22. 

Since by law grand jury proceedings are 
secret, neither industry sources nor Justice 
Department lawyers were able to comment 
on the specifics of the investigation, which 
is being conducted at the U.S. District Court 
House in downtown Los Angeles. 

However, one antitrust division attorney 
connected with the probe saw nothing im- 
proper with outlining for Cash Box the nor- 
mal sequence of events for what he termed 
a "large scale" grand jury investigation. 

Grand Jury Timetable 
According to the attorney, antitrust in- 

vestigations take a long time because of the 
enormous amount of materials and 
testimony that must be digested in at- 
tempting to prove a conspiracy (such as 
price fixing) involving a number of corpora- 
tions. He further indicated that such 
proceedings can last for the entire 18 - 
month duration of a grand jury and that 
there have been cases where a term was 
extended, or an investigation was resumed 
under a new grand jury.

What Is The Future Of The Single? 
(The following article was compiled from 
staff reports. Written by Ken Terry. Edited 
by Julian Shapiro.) 
NEW YORK - Sales of 45 rpm records 
have been steadily dropping over the past 
few years, according to figures released by 
the Recording Industry Association of 
America. In 1973, 228 million singles were 
sold. That figure dropped to 204 million in 
1974 and to 164 million in 1975. 

Meanwhile, return rates for singles have 
been on the increase, and now often hover 
as high as 30-35%. Moreover, despite a list 
price hike of 306 to $1.29 in 1974, the profit 
margin on most singles is not what it once 
was. 

A Cash Box survey of top industry ex- 
ecutives, however, indicates that record 
companies still view singles as an indispen- 
sable tool for album promotion and, to a 
lesser extent, as a profit center. Therefore, 
it doesn't appear at this time that 45s are on 
their way out. 

One group of executives felt that 45s are 
valuable mainly because they serve as 
promotional vehicles to boost album sales. 
Commented Lou Simon, executive vice 
president of Polydor Records, "The single 

record, or some similar configuration, has 
to exist as a promotional device for the 
creative music that's produced." While 
noting that "in most cases, it is not a profit 
item," Simon called the single "an absolute 
requirement as a marketing tool" for 
albums, as well as "an added avenue of ex- 
posure" for jazz and progressive artists. 

Similarly, Bob Reno, president of Mid - 
song International Records, saw the single 
as continuing to be "the cheapest and best 
promotion for albums. You can tour a 
group, take out trade ads, consumer ads, 
promote in-store, the whole merchandising 
thing, and it'll cost you a fortune. All you 
need is one single in the top five at all sta- 
tions, and you can augment that with a little 
regular merchandising, and you're in." 

"There will always be singles, even if the 
record companies don't make any money 
on it," asserted Art Kass, president of Bud- 
dah Records, "because it's the only way 

you're really going to get exposure on AM 
radio. Even 'top ten' records don't sell like 
they used to, but it gives you the exposure 
to sell the album. The whole principle and 
reason for putting a single out is to expose it 
to an audience that listens to an AM station 
which might not play it from an album." 

Jules Abramson, senior vice president of 
marketing for Mercury Records, believed 
that there will always be a reason to put out 
singles. "The question is not how much you 
make, but how little you lose in them. And 
even if there is no consumer market, 
jukeboxes and promotion of artists' 
products will keep singles a vital part of the 
business." 

Can Increase Album Sales 
Another prevalent view is that, while 

singles can help a new artist cross the 
threshold of mass recognition, they can 
also vastly increase sales of established 
album artists. "Artists like Pink Floyd or 

"I think the single will become an extinct species only if 
the industry allows it to become one." Larry Uttal, president of 
Private Stock Records. 

Clapton can sell maybe a million albums 
without a single hit record," declared Al 
Coury, president of RSO Records. "But get 
a single with them, they'll sell 21/2 million." 
According to Coury, singles remain the 
number one vehicle for breaking new ar- 
tists or for making superstars out of es- 
tablished artists, because AM top 40 play 
still "gives the widest and broadest range of 
potential record buyers." 

Tony Montgomery, national singles sales 
manager for RCA Records, agreed with this 
assessment. Speaking of such acts as the 
Jefferson Airplane (now the Starship) and 
David Bowie, he pointed out that "they sell 
records, but they'd sell a hell of a lot more 
with a hit single." However, Montgomery 
said, it's not impossible for a group to reach 
a really wide audience without a successful 
45. "It has been done, but it's a lot easier 
with a hit single. And to sustain the act, you 
have to have that." 

Without exception, the executives who 
regarded the single chiefly as an avenue of 
promotion thought that there was relatively 
little profit in it. According to Sam

WOODBURY, N.Y. - American Can Co. 
and Pickwick International have extended 
their negotiations over the proposed 
$101.6 million purchase by American Can 
of all outstanding Pickwick stock. The an- 
nouncement followed a March 24 meeting 
of the American Can board of directors. In 
addition, an agreement by the Hartz Moun- 
tain Corp. to vote its 17% share of Pickwick 
in favor of the merger was extended. 

The proposed acquisition of Pickwick by 
the giant metal can and paper products 
conglomerate had been reported by both 
parties in late January and early February

Thomas & Hart Pilot Stores Slated To Close

NEW YORK - Southland Corp., operators 
of 7 -Eleven, the nation's largest con- 
venience store chain, is closing the six 
Thomas & Hart "mini -department" stores 
which it opened in Dallas less than a year 
ago. Due to the poor performance of these 
units, the Dallas -based company has also 
canceled plans for a mini -department store 
division. 

The Thomas & Hart outlets could not 
meet local discounters' prices on "hard" 

goods, according to Southland. However, 
this was not apparently the case with 
records, which the chain purchased direc- 
tly from branch and independent dis- 
tributors. "We met our competition," stated 
Joel Gage, record buyer for Thomas & Hart. 

In his record departments, Gage noted, 
shelf price for $6.98 list releases is $4.99, 
with "hot 70" records selling for $3.99. In 
addition, the chain advertises selected 
albums for $3.99 every week, and has run 
monthly all -label sales at the same price. 

Broadway To Drop Last Three 
Record Depts. By August

LOS ANGELES - The Broadway depart- 
ment store chain has been eliminating each 
of its record departments since September 
1975 and is expected to phase them out 
completely by August of this year, a 
Broadway spokesman said. 

Three of the chain's 43 stores still sell 
records and tapes, although prior to Sep- 
tember 1975 all stores had record depart- 
ments. 

Formerly racked by ABC Record and 
Tape Sales, the Broadway severed rela- 
tions with ABC in January 1976. The chain 
has received no new product since that 
time and is in the process of selling remain- 
ing stock at substantially reduced prices. 

Steve Kugel, ABC's vice-president of 
marketing, explained, "In that fourth quar- 
ter of 1975, we kept them supplied with Top 
25 product and let the catalog sell out. Then 
at the beginning of 1976, the Broadway 
took it over completely." 

Department managers at the stores 
which still handle records confirmed that 
they had received no new records since 
early 1976. Remaining LPs are selling for 
$2.29 to $2.39 with tapes going for $3.99. 

The department heads said these were 
not "cut-outs" but front-line merchandise 
from 1975 and earlier years. 

The reason behind the elimination of the 
departments, the Broadway spokesman

Gage claimed that records "returned 
more dollars per square foot than any other 
department in the store." However, he felt 
that the chain's initial investment in record 
inventory - $100,000 per store - had 
been too high. "One of the great miscon- 
ceptions is that you can take records and it 
will carry the rest of the store," he ex- 
plained. "Records did well within the total 
concept of the store, but they didn't do fan- 
tastic." 

Once it became clear that the average 
customer at Thomas & Hart was more 
oriented towards certain kinds of music 
than others (MOR rather than classical or 
hard rock), Gage said, he began the 
process of "weeding out" the records that 
didn't sell. And, when he reduced his inven- 
tory, he also persuaded Thomas & Hart to 
decrease the amount of space it devoted to 
records in each of its units. 

The results, Gage asserted, have been 
dramatic. "We got the record department in

Cleveland Retailer Tests New Ad Strategy 
In Attempt To Offset Higher List Prices 

Capitol Buy -In Spurs Activity 
by Mark Mehler 

NEW YORK -A Cleveland retailer, hard- 
pressed by high overhead and his competi- 
tion's low prices, is testing a new advertis- 
ing policy to boost volume and margin. 

Records Unlimited, a two -store chain, 
advertised six LPs - three $7.98 list 
albums and three $6.98 list releases - all 
for $4.97, in Friday's Cleveland Plain Dealer 
(March 18). This is the first time Cash Box 
has observed a retailer promoting an 
assortment of different list priced LPs for 
the same price. 

Ed Wolfeld, owner of Records Unlimited, 
said he had finally decided to adopt the new 
ad strategy because "I'm tired of all this 
$3.99 b.s." Wolfeld said his normal sale 
price on $6.98 product is $4.99, but he has 
been forced by his competition to oc- 
casionally go as low as $3.99. "That's fine," 
he asserted, "if you're doing a few million 
dollars a year. But I've got a tough nut. I 

can't make it on 15 or 20%, I need 40% 
(gross margin)." 

Wolfeld said the lumping of different list 
priced LPs at one sale price allows him to 
remain competitive and still "make a buck 

on the $6.98 stuff." 
The ad, according to Wolfeld and store 

manager Mike Vargo, has considerably 
boosted sales on the latest LPs by America, 
George Benson and Bad Company (all 
$7.98 list), and moderately boosted sales 
on the three $6.98 albums by Genesis, 
Peter Gabriel and Bootsy's Rubber Band. 

"What's been happening here," said 
Vargo, "is that a lot of people are simply

opting for older albums by the same artists 
instead of the higher $7.98." Asked what ef- 
fect a move like Capitol's raising catalog 
prices might have on his store, Vargo 
replied, "Probably not good. I hope it 
doesn't hurt too much." 

Wolfeld indicated he plans to continue 
running similar ads, at least until the 
current $7.98 list LP becomes the norm. 

Capitol Buy -In Spurs Ads 
In a related development, low prices 

were observed for the second consecutive 
week on Capitol's recently introduced 

$7.98 LPs (Cash Box, March 26). Record 
and Tape Collector in Baltimore advertised 
the latest release by Natalie Cole for $3.94 
in the Sunday Baltimore Sun, while Sam 
Goody advertised the Beatles' "Magical 
Mystery Tour" as a "super pick" for $2.99 in 
the Sunday New York Times. 

Spokesmen at both chains indicated the 
albums were purchased at the previous 
($6.98 list) wholesale price. The "buy -in," 
sources indicated, has encouraged 
retailers to promote Capitol product. 

Walter Lee, national sales manager for 
Capitol, said only a few retailers had availed 
themselves of the opportunity to buy in at 
the old price, several days before the list 
price increase March 1. "It was a small buy - 
in," Lee asserted. "Basically, retailers who 
might have bought a two-week supply 
bought a 30 -day supply instead." 

However, retail accounts told Cash Box 
they had bought more heavily in the weeks 
prior to the March 1 increase. "I told my 
buyer to buy as much as we had dollars," 
said one large retailer. "They (Capitol) 
placed no limit on our order."

Controversy Over 
`Baby' Name May 
Provoke A Lawsuit

LOS ANGELES -A dispute over who owns 
the rights to the name "Baby," or "Babys," 
or "The Babys," between one group that 
has used the name since 1969 and a newer 
European group using a very similar name, 
has developed into a legal entanglement. 

In an action filed March 22, in the 108th 
District Court of Potter County, Texas, 
Chelsea Records artists "Baby" were gran- 
ted a temporary restraining order against 
Chrysalis Records and their European 
group. "The Babys." The order restrains 
Chrysalis and "The Babys" from using the 
name "Baby," "Babys," or "The Babys" in 

any advertising or promotion, until a federal 
judge can hear the case to determine who 
has the rights to the name. A hearing has 
been set for April 1 to determine whether a 
preliminary injunction should be granted. 
The injunction would further prohibit 
Chrysalis' use of the "Baby" names. 

Woody Putman, spokesman and drum- 
mer for the Chelsea group, told Cash Box, 
"We've been using the name 'Baby' since 
1968 and registered the name over four 
years ago. We have the rights to it and we 
sent a letter to Chrysalis advising them of 
their infringement and we got no reply.

The daily Variety story said, "A pair of 
rumors surfaced . .. that Arista was to be 
merged with Capitol through a sale to the 
EMI -Capitol complex and that Arista was to 
be sold to ABC Records." 

"Both rumors appear to have been 
floated by sources within Columbia Pic- 
tures which, Variety has learned, would ap- 
parently prefer to have the capital to use in 
the film area," the Hollywood -based 
newspaper reported. 

CBS & Warner Bros. Begin 
New Price Coding Policies

LOS ANGELES - Columbia Records has 
decided to stop price coding the album 
jackets on all future releases except those 
that are specially priced. 

A Columbia spokesman said coding will 
appear only on the spines of albums with 
prices falling outside the categories of its 
established letter code found in the prefix 
of each album's series number. 

"If you have the price printed on the 
album," the spokesman said, "you have no 
option but to go with it. If something comes 
up and you have to adjust the price, you 
can't. 

GRT Claims 30% Tape Sales 
Increase In Open Bin Test 
LOS ANGELES - Tape sales increases of 
up to 30% have been reported in a GRT 
marketing test designed to study the 
feasibility of open tape bins. Similar in- 
creases in LP sales were also reported in 
the 30 week test, which stated that ad- 
ditional sales "offset a slight pilferage in- 
crease in properly managed stores." 

The condensed 10 page test results, 
pared from the complete 200 page study, 
are being distributed to retailers across the 

country in an effort to spur tape sales. 
Two west coast music specialty chains 

were selected by GRT for the test, which 
was divided into three 10 week sections. 
The first and last 10 week periods were for 
comparison purposes, and all tape bins in 
the selected stores were locked. In the 
second 10 week period the tape bins were 
opened for increased customer browsing. 
Control stores, similar to the five stores 
used in the test, were selected from the

General Merchandisers Announce 1976 

Federated's Earnings 
Up In 4th Quarter 
But Down For Year 
CINCINNATI - Federated Department 
Stores Inc. has reported record results in 
the fourth quarter ended January 29, 
although profits for the full year declined 
from a year earlier. 

Fourth quarter net income was $83 
million, up 7.6% from $77.2 million in the 
comparable period of fiscal 1976. Sales for 
the quarter were $1.46 billion, up 9% from 
$1.34 billion a year earlier. 

For the full year, earnings were $168.1 
million, down 1% from $169.1 million in 
fiscal 1976. Full -year sales rose 10%, from 
$4.06 billion to $4.45 billion. 

Federated officials said the figures for 
both years included results from Rich's Inc. 
of Atlanta, acquired in October, 1976, with 
figures from the previous year restated for 
that acquisition. 

Federated chairman Ralph Lazarus at- 
tributed the relatively sluggish perfor- 
mance over the early part of calendar year 
1976 to high inventories accumulated in an- 
ticipation of strong sales that did not 
materialize. 

Officials also said the Abraham & Straus 
unit in the New York metropolitan area had 
experienced problems relating to the 
marketing area (Cash Box, March 5), while 
Gold Circle operations were hurt. 

Zayre's Net Income, 
Sales Are Best Ever 
For 1976 Fiscal Year 
FRAMINGHAM, MASS. - The Zayre Corp. 
has reported record income and sales for 
the fourth quarter and fiscal year ended 
January 29. 

For the quarter, net operating income 
rose 56.2%, from $4.38 million to $6.84 
million. Sales increased 4.1% from $351.7 
million in the fourth quarter of fiscal 1976 to 
$366.2 million in the past 13 -week period. 

For the fiscal year just ended, net income 
totaled $11.1 million, up 61.8% from $6.86 
million in fiscal 1976. Sales for the year rose 
7.1%, from $1.08 billion to $1.16 billion. 

Company officials said gains in the 
women's apparel areas, and continued 
strong performance in housewares, toys 
and stationery were key factors in improved 
operating results. 

Allied Posts Record 
Yearly, 4th Quarter 
Sales, Earnings Totals 
NEW YORK - Allied Stores Corp. reported 
record earnings and sales for the fiscal 
fourth quarter and year ended January 29. 

Earnings for the quarter rose 8.3%, from 
$36.8 million a year earlier to $39.9 million. 
Fourth quarter sales were $600.4 million, 
an increase of 1.2%. 

"It just gives companies more flexibility 
to adjust prices either lower or higher. We 
have an album coming out that was recor- 
ded at the "inauguration in Washington."

Quar- 
terly earnings rose from $239.9 million in 

fiscal 1976 to $312.9 in the comparable 
period of fiscal 1977. 

Sales for the fourth quarter rose 11% 
from $3.99 billion to $4.43 billion. 

Net earnings for the year just ended were 
up 33%, from $522.6 million to $694.5 
million. Sales for the year rose 9.6%, from 
$13.6 billion to $15 billion. 

Sears officials attributed record earnings 
in both the year and the quarter to a strong 
performance by the Allstate Insurance Co. 
group. 

Board chairman Arthur Wood said im- 
proved year-end sales reflected "improved 
consumer confidence and willingness to 
spend." Sears further noted that inven- 
tories at year-end were up from $1.88 
billion to $2.21 billion, in order to meet the 
rising consumer demand. 

Sears has announced plans to open 25 
retail outlets this year, including 16 com- 
plete department stores. During 1976, the 
company opened 29 retail stores, 14 in new 
markets, while closing 13 retail operations. 
whose performances were "not staisfac- 
tory," according to a company apokesman.

Major Boston Retailer Functioning 
As Part Of 95 -Year -Old Co-op Store 

By Ken Terry and Mark Mehler 
NEW YORK - Although it is in its relative 
infancy, the Harvard Coop's 19 -year -old 
record department has become the largest 
operation in the store. 

The Coop, which recently celebrated its 
95th birthday, established the record 
department in 1958. At first it was stocked 
primarily with classical LPs, as well as some 
MOR and Broadway cast albums. While 
classics still account for about 1/3 of its 
$400,000 (wholesale) inventory, the store 
today has become one of Boston's major 
rock and pop retailers. Annual record and 
tape sales are now running about $4 
million, up from $800,000 ten years ago. 

Linda Stellinger, head record buyer for 
the Harvard Coop (there are two other co- 
op record departments in the Boston 
market), said heavy expansion into rock 
began in the early 1960s with the arrival of 
groups like the Beatles and Rolling Stones. 

Image Marketing Media 
Formed In Los Angeles 
LOS ANGELES - Image Marketing and 
Media, a new company providing merchan- 
dising and display coordination to record 
manufacturers and artist managers, has 
been formed at 1420 N. Beachwood Dr. in 
Los Angeles by Shelly Heber and Leanne 
Meyers. 

Meyers was formerly assistant director 
of national promotion at Shelter Records, 
director of marketing at 20th Century 
Records and, most recently, director west 
coast operations for Bang Records. 

Heber, who recently worked on indepen- 
dent marketing for Elton John and Lynyrd 
Skynyrd, has worked in various capacities 
for MGM, Warner Bros. and 20th Century 
Records. 

New Peak In Audio 
Video Imports For 1976 
WASHINGTON, D.C. -A new peak level in 
imported audio and video electronic equip- 
ment has been announced by the US 
Chamber of Commerce. The new figures 
for 1976 show that imports of all audio and 
video electronic products increased 91% 
over the previous year, from $1.87 billion in 
1975, to last year's total of $3.57 billion. 

Japanese imports accounted for nearly 
77% of the $1.7 billion increase. The 
biggest gains were in three product groups, 
tape recorder/players, transceivers, and 
color T.V's. 

Imported transceivers, led by auto 
citizen band radios (CB's) jumped to $881 
million, an increase of 220% over the 
previous year. Japan was the largest sup- 
plier of auto CB's, supplying 88% of the 
total 11.3 million units received. Taiwan ac- 
counted for most of the remaining imported 
units. 

Imported color tv's, a category which 
represents the major portion of U.S. output 
in consumer electronics, showed an in- 
crease of 133 percent. 89 percent of im- 
ports totalling 2.53 million color tv's came 
from Japan. 

Canada, usually a major supplier of auto 
radios, dropped 42%, from 912 thousand to 
529 thousand units. Shipments from Japan 
increased 90% to 2.8 billion units, and 
Brazil up 39% to 1.7 million units. 

The total number of imported auto radios 
increased 48% over 1975, up to 5.9 million 
units. Japan accounted for the majority of 
imported enclosed loudspeakers. 

Major gains were also reported in 
radio/phonograph combinations (up 85.3 
percent), video tape machines (up 80.1 
percent), tape recorders/players (up 67.5 
percent) and monochrome TV's (up 46.2 
percent.) 

Up to that point, the record department had 
occupied only a small portion of the mez- 
zanine in the Coop's main building, but later 
it relocated to the Book Annex, where its 
size increased to the present 3,800 square 
feet. However, sales continued to lag for 
several years, until new management, 
against the advice of the Coop's board of 
directors, began advertising in off -campus 
media, notably the city's two "alternative" 
weeklies, the Real Paper and the Boston 
Phoenix. 

"The board initially wanted to cater only 
to Coop members (students and faculty), 
said Stellinger. "We were operating with 
fixed volume. So when the new people 
came in, they simply decided a multitude of 
sales would cover a multitude of sins." They 
started an aggressive advertising cam- 
paign geared to the rest of Boston's 
massive college -age market, and since the 
change in marketing strategy in the early 
1970's, Stellinger says, record sales have 
been much stronger. 

Competition 
Recently, stiff competition from the 

Strawberries chain has caused the Coop to 
be even more aggressive in its promotion, 
Stellinger added, and the Coop has spent 
"several thousand dollars a week" of its 
own money (in addition to co-op 
allowances) to advertise records. 

Also, the Coop has altered its inventory 
policy, eliminating pop instrumental and 
blues albums and adding more rock and 
jazz LPs. The disco "crap," according to 
Stellinger, is better left to Strawberries. 
"We have a moderate R&B section with 
Earth, Wind and Fire, etc.... but not really 
disco. We do carry stuff like punk rock, 
which is a little different than you'd see in a 
momma and poppa store." 

Last year Coop members, from the Har- 
vard, Massachusetts Institute of 
Technology and Radcliffe, received store 
profits in the form of "rebates." Those 
rebates constitute a fixed percentage of 
member purchases, rising from a little over 
7% in fiscal 1975 to 8% in fiscal 1976. The 
rebates are distributed to Coop members 
each June. 

Stellinger noted that Harvard University 
itself does not own the Coop, but is only an 
"overseer." The board of directors is com- 
posed of faculty and students, but the 
general management of the store is not af- 
filiated with the school. 

All members of the association, 
Stellinger insisted, have some say in the 
Coop operation. But, she stressed, "We are 
open to the community. Anybody can shop 
here." 

April -Blackwood 
Holds Staff Meet 
LOS ANGELES -A series of meetings held 
here February 15-19 served to introduce 
the newly expanded and restructured east 
and west coast staffs of April -Blackwood 
Music to the industry at large in this area. 
Led by Jim Bishop, vice president and 
general manager of the CBS Records Divi- 
sion music publishing arm, the seminars 
and listening sessions covered every phase 
of publishing and production. 

Since his appointment, Bishop has been 
working on a redefinition of objectives at 
April -Blackwood. These include an expan- 
ded publishing involvement in the musical 
theater, the production of commercials and 
steps toward a more active involvement in 
record production. April Blackwood has 
recently signed several new writers as well 
as acquiring the Frank Music Company. 
Further catalogue acquisitions are in the 
planning stages according to Bishop.

Interim Regulations Adopted For Cable TV. 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - The Copyright Of- 
fice adopted final interim regulations on 
cable TV, effective March 18, 1977, which 
are virtually identical to the recording re- 
quirements for cable set out in a proposed 
rulemaking (Cash Box, Feb. 12). 

Although 20 initial and reply comments 
were received by the Copyright Office in 
response to the rulemaking, no substantial 
changes were made. Requirements for 
cable systems to draw benefits from the 
compulsory license remain: recording "the 
identity and address of the person who 
owns or operates the secondary transmis- 
sion service or has power to exercise 
primary control over it" and " the name and 
location of the primary transmitter or 
primary transmitters whose signals are 
regularly carried by the cable system."

Passamano, national sales manager for 
MCA Records, the profitability of singles is 
"very marginal. Singles are primarily a 
vehicle to create or sustain an act. Your 
margin of profit only goes higher when 
you're selling volume. But the volume's not 
there." 

Sal Licata, vice president of sales and 
marketing for Chrysalis Records, said that 
singles can be profitable, but that all too of- 
ten they're not. The success of a single in 
dollar terms, he continued, "depends on 
how long it takes a company to break a 

single and make it a big record. In the cases 
of singles by well-known and established 
artists, they can be very profitable, because 
very little money has to be spent to break 
them. The longer it takes to break the 
record, the more that advertising and 
promotion expenses cut into future 
profits." 

Walter Lee, Capitol Records' national 
sales manager, commented, "It's pretty 
much an accepted fact that the larger 
record companies are not looking to make 
money on 45s. They are trying to make 
money on album sales." Likewise, Terry 
Cashman, president of Lifesong Records, 
remarked, "You make a profit on singles, 
but obviously the biggest profit is in 
albums. We release singles in order to in- 
crease album sales and to expose the acts 
on stations that don't play album cuts." 

Small Profit Margin 
"If a company had to survive on singles 

alone," pointed out Skip Byrd, president of 
ABC Record Distributors Inc., "probably 
many companies wouldn't even be con- 
sidering them or be in the singles business. 
Singles have been used as a vehicle to 
promote and exploit the album product 
over the last three to four years. If you did a 

profitability study on the single record by it- 
self, you'd probably find they weren't too 
profitable for anybody." 

Howard Silvers, national sales manager 
for the GRT Records group (which includes 
Janus), explained the present squeeze on 
profit margins in these terms: "At this point 
it costs 13.5 cents to manufacture a single. 
Let's assume a 10% royalty factor: 10% on 
suggested retail is about 12 cents. Assum- 
ing the song's length is no more than nor- 
mal, you've got a publisher's royalty of 40- 
26 per side. Then you have the AF of M 
(American Federation of Musicians, the un- 
ion) factor, which is approximately 26. Right 
there you have about 32e. So when we list

the product out at 506, we've got an 186 
margin. 

"Let's further assume that our overhead 
is 10%," Silvers continued. "That's another 
36. Now we're looking at a 156 margin. Add 
to that returns, which is 30% for a hit record 
and where's your margin? It's gone." 

Kass of Buddah estimated the profit 
margin on a 45 at between 46 and a dime, 
"depending on how the returns come back. 
So it's not really a big profit center 
anymore, and I think every company 
realizes that." 

"High Risk Percentage" 
Dave Glew, senior vice president of 

Atlantic Records, admitted that the profit 
margin on 45s has been declining because 
of handling costs, high return rates and "the 

will throw that away." 
According to Jay Lasker, president of 

Ariola Records, "There's a huge profit in a 
single record down at the distribution level, 
but not so much at the manufacturing level. 
Independent distributors and branch 
operations of companies love single 
records. You take a big company that owns 
its own distribution operation-the WEAs, 
the Columbias and so forth-they're mak- 
ing a great deal of profit because of their 
branch operations." 

Lasker explained that the manufacturer 
doesn't mind making less money on 45s 
than the distributors do, because a record 
label wants to give distributors an incentive 
to promote the single on which the success 
of its album may depend. 

"There will always be a single, even if the record com- 
panies don't make any money on it, because it's the only 
way you're really going to get exposure on AM radio." Art 
Kass, president of Buddah Records. 

high risk percentage." He added, however, 
that a profit can still be made on a single, 
even if it is not a very large profit. "It all de- 
pends on the policy of the manufacturer. If 

you put out too many singles and you don't 
get enough of a percentage of hits, you lose 
money. The key is to be as selective as 
possible in putting out singles." 

Glew asserted that his company's singles 
are selling as well as ever. In addition, he 
noted, hit singles are achieving larger sales 
than in the past, especially in cases where 
they bridge more than one kind of market. 

Paul Smith, vice president of 
marketing/branch distribution for CBS 
Records, was even more optimistic about 
the single's profitability. "We had the 
greatest singles year in our history last 
year, from both a sales and a profit view- 
point. We garnered three out of the four 
platinum (single) records (of 1976). It's 
viable not only in terms of helping to sell a 

lot of albums, but also in and of itself." 

While such companies as CBS, Private 
Stock, A&M, Warner Bros. and Atlantic 
claim that unit sales of their singles are 
either up or at least holding steady, the 
RIAA figures still establish a downward 
trend in single sales for the industry as a 
whole. Why did unit sales of 45s decline by 
28% during a period that saw album unit 
sales increase? 

"The current problem with singles goes 
back two or three years when we increased 
the (list) price," responded Harvey Cooper, 
senior vice president of marketing for 20th 
Century Records. "It was very bad timing. 
The price increase was too severe at one 
time." 

Simon of Polydor, on the other hand, 
blamed "the spreading out of 
demographics" for the drop in industry 
singles sales, claiming that there are "fewer 
teens now than three to eight years ago." 

Jon Peisinger, national sales director of 
Arista Records, named both of these fac- 

"A preponderant proportion of 45 rpm sales are to the 
jukeboxes. The record industry would be foolish to 
minimize the importance of this thing. "Artie Mogul, president 
of United Artists Records. 
Larry Uttal, president of Private Stock 

Records, also maintained that 45s can 
generate a healthy profit. "I think that if 

singles are sold in a healthy proportion to 
albums, you can still make money, and if 

you concentrate on selling singles, you 
can't lose money." 

Uttal added that, if the industry as a 
whole is not doing well with singles, the dif- 
ficulty is largely psychological. "I think the 
single will become an extinct species only if 
the industry allows it to become one. If the 
industry is negative on singles, and over- 
prices them, and feels that they should be 
used only for promotional purposes and 
works them to the extent where they overs- 
pend in promoting them, they will subject 
them to extinction. But, if they treat the 
single with the respect it deserves, it will still 
be a viable part of our industry." 

Similarly, for Henry Stone, owner and 
president of TK Records, the single is not 
just another promotional tool. "If other 
companies want to use it as that, fine," he 
stated. "But I'm going to do it to make 
money." 

Eli Bird, director of national and inter- 
national sales for Playboy Records, called 
singles "a substantial profit maker for 
Playboy. Because of the (small) size of our 
staff, we have a much higher net profit on 
singles, I think, than a major label would 
have." 

Miller London, national sales manager 
for Motown Records, complained that, with 
singles, "the margin of profit isn't there." He 
pointed out, however, that "if you sell eight 
million singles a year, that mears a 

wholesale profit of $4 million, and no one 

"The 
declining teenage market is one, and I'm 

sure the increase in price is afactor." While 
noting that singles sales were declining 
even before the list price was raised to 
$1.29, he remarked that the "severe dis- 
counting in most markets" is partially to 
blame for the situation. "The LP dis- 
counting is more noticeable; that's where 
the advertising is." 

Abramson of Mercury offered another 
explanation for the drop in unit sales. 
"There's been a change in the value of a 

dollar. Once you had singles for 696 and 
albums for $4.00. Today the customer sees 

a greater value in an album with eight or ten 

selections. In relation to albums, singles 
don't have as great a value anymore." 

Yet another theory was advanced by 
Coury of RSO, "Many years ago, single 
records were pretty much a new vehicle for 
young people who couldn't afford to buy an 

album; but album sales are up, so you have 
to assume that those single buyers 
developed into album buyers because of 

access to more money." 
Jim Tyrrell, vice president of marketing 

for Epic Records, cautioned that record 
buyers don't always make the simplistic 
assumption that more is better. Despite the 
relatively small price difference between a 

single and a highly -discounted album, 
Tyrrell said, it appears that the consumer 
will choose the single "if he makes the 
determination that the rest of the album is 

not as appealing. So if you get that one 
thing that appeals to him (the single), it's 
worth that amount of money to him and 
that's it." 

The broad consensus of the executives 
interviewed by Cash Box was that 
teenagers and jukebox operators still con- 
stitute most of the singles market. Secon- 
darily, country music fans and black con- 
sumers tend to buy a disproportionate 
amount of 45s. 

Principal Market 
According to William Gallagher, presi- 

dent of Audio -Fidelity Records, the prin- 
cipal market for singles consists of children 
between the ages of eight and 15, "mostly 
little girls." 

Al DiNoble, national single sales director 
of Casablanca Records, believed that 
singles appeal to a somewhat older group. 
"It is predominantly male, aged 14 to 22, 
and quite a few of the buyers are black." 

Reno of Midsong agreed. "The ideal 
single is a black 45, on which you can build 
a disco and R&B base, do maybe 300,000 
copies, cross over to pop and do another 
700,000, and that puts you over a million." 

Crossover is regarded as a crucial deter- 
minant of big single sales at CBS, ac- 
cording to Smith. "You can double your 
sales if the record has both black and white 
appeal." However, Smith stressed, it is a 
mistake to describe all singles buyers as 
belonging to a particular age group. While 
conceding, for example, that the pop 
singles buyer tends to bevery young, Smith 
noted that "the demographics of the coun- 
try singles buyer is much broader." 

In addition, Smith said, "there are a lot 
more LP buyers among the black audience 
than there were a few years ago. And that 
may be why some people are seeing the 
singles market decline, because a lot more 
of the black people are buying albums than 
ever before." 

Jukeboxes Are Crucial 
Bird of Playboy indicated that he has 

seen an upswing in jukebox sales. He 
recalled that several years ago, when he 
was head of sales and promotion for 
Liberty -Imperial, jukeboxes accounted for 
only 10% of sales on a pop hit. Today, ac- 
cording to Bird, that figure is closer to 25% 
for a million -selling record. And, in the field 
of country music, the percentage is even 
higher. "I would say in country, jukeboxes 
comprise a good 60% of the business," Bird 
asserted. 

The jukebox is an integral part of 
Elektra/Asylum's singles sales program, 
according to Mel Posner, president of the 
company. "It's simply one of the best out- 
lets for 45s, and is a critical portion of the in- 
dustry which is necessary to 45 survival." 

Ernie Campagna, national sales 
manager for A&M, similarly stressed the 
importance of jukeboxes as an outlet for 
45s. "I've heard anything from 50% to 70% 
of singles are sold to jukeboxes, but I don't 
have a precise figure on it. In country 
releases it could go as high as 90%." 

"A preponderant proportion of 45 rpm 
sales are to the jukeboxes," observed Artie 
Mogul, president of United Artists Records. 
"The record industry would be foolish to 
minimize the importance of this thing. It's 
been our big tool all these years." 

Buddy Brown, director of national sales 
for Bang Records, re-emphasized Mogul's 
point, terming jukebox sales "the lifeblood" 
of the country single. "You have to look 
upon jukebox play almost the same as air- 
play," he explained. He conceded, 
however, that jukebox activity may not be 
as crucial for other categories of music. 

The 12" Disco Single 
A number of companies, including Atlan- 

tic, Island and Casablanca, have recently 
begun marketing the 12" disco single on a 
retail level. 

So far, reaction to its appearance in the 
marketplace has been varied (Cash Box, 
February 12). Some industry sources feel 
that the 12" configuration, which usually in- 
cludes two cuts (each five minutes or more 
in length), may be the wave of the future in

DAVID DUNDAS (Chrysalis 2142) 
Daisy Star (3:10)_(Dick James/Moth - BMI) (Dundas, 
Greenway) 

"Jeans On" demonstrated the airplay tenacity of 
Dundas. This record retains the catchiness of the last 
one, and its view is starry-eyed without being frivolous. A 
build into drums and classical strings holds interest 
through the close. 

PETER GABRIEL (Atco 7079) 
Solsbury Hill (3:25) (Run It/Ear Pieces - BMI) (Gabriel) 

One of the cuts from the former Genesis vocalist's first 
solo album that has most impressed FM programmers. 
However, its lighthearted feeling should go a long way in 
expanding his audience beyond the boundaries of so- 
called "Progressive Rock." 

ELLIOTT RANDALL (Kirshner/Epic 4269) 
High On Love (3:35) (Kirshner - ASCAP) (Margo) 

Traces of this guitarist's Steely Dan heritage can be 
heard in the closely blended chorus, which turns up an 
arresting hook after each basic piano/vocal verse. Need- 
less to say, the guitar fills are all gems, though the solo 
tends to meander. 

MARVIN GAYE (Tamla T54280F) 
Got To Give It Up (3:59) (Jobete - ASCAP) (M. Gaye) 

From his live album done in London, this highly infec- 
tious tune features Gaye's vocals over throbbing drums 
and street jive noise that has a sound just right for the 
disco, and tailor made for an upbeat mood. Strong R&B 
appeal, top 40 possibilities. 

JETHRO TULL (Chrysalis 2135) 
The Whistler (3:30) (Five Star - ASCAP) (Anderson) 

A quick changing cut from "Songs From The Wood," 
this first single has all the earmarks of Ian Anderson's in- 
dividual style. The overlapping introductory verses might 
be judged disorienting by some, but tight accents and a 

luxuriant sound on all instruments make this a program- 
ming jewel for varied formats. 

DAVE MASON (Columbia 10509) 
So High (Rock Me Baby And Roll Me Away) (3:35) 
(Almo/Jacon - ASCAP) (Williams, Conrad) 

From the "Let It Flow" album, this song shows Mason 
at his best in terms of melodic vocals and layered 
acoustical guitars. What emerges is the relaxed style of a 

true professional. For FM pop and top 40. 

JAMES BROWN (Polydor 14388) 
Kiss In 77 (3:38) (Dynatone/Belinda/Unichappell - BMI) 
(Sherrell) 

A real surprise from Brown, so put previous associa- 
tions out of mind. This is a ballad in relaxed tempo, 
decorated with a rich chorus, electronic string effects 
and melodic congas. Brown sings effectively at a mellow 
pace. 

CHILLIWACK (Mushroom 7024) 
Fly At Night (3:20) (Chilliwack/Mushtunes - BMI) (Hen- 
derson. Turney) 

This group's Canadian pop successes have infiltrated 
the U.S. only by the strength of their own licks - thus far. 
A smooth Neil Young-ish lead vocal lends the right 
amount of personality to a slickly harmonized production 
on this first single from their first LP for this label. Another 
in the line of rock and roll band songs spawned by good 
old BTO. 

THE MIRACLES (Columbia 10517) 
Women (Make The World Go 'Round) (3:19) (Grimora - 
ASCAP) (Griffin, Moore, Griffin) 

Lead vocalist Bobby Griffin demonstrates the ver- 
satility of his falsetto on this cut from "Love Crazy." A 

good balance of vocals and progressive instrumental ef- 
fects for R&B, possible pop programming. 

REO SPEEDWAGON (Epic 50367) 
Ridin' The Storm Out (2:54) (EMP - BMI( (Richrath) 

From their new live album, "You Get What You Play 
For," this single has been released to exhibit the energy 
of REO's live performance under controlled conditions. 
Strip away the super volume distortion and what you'll 
hear is tightly executed rock and roll that's slick enough 
for most of pop radio. 

STEVIE WONDER (Tamla 54281) 
Sir Duke (3:53) (Jobete/Black Bull - ASCAP) Wonder) 

Fox-trotting in after "I Wish," this second single from "Songs In The Key Of Life" is 
probably well-known to most listeners. It's a tribute to jazz and roots, with a beat that lies 
somewhere between jazz and funk, and a horn section that dances on winged feet. 
Already on its way up the charts. 

BREAD (Elektra 45389) 
Hooked On You (2:18) (Kipshulu - ASCAP) (Gates) 

Sung in a reserved style by David Gates, this is a love ballad in the popular tradition. 
Harmonies never cloud the necessary solitude of that one plaintive voice, emphasized 
by softly bending, weeping -willow strokes from the string section. 

ORLEANS(Elektra/Asylum 45391) 
Spring Fever (3:57) (Lyndeland/Franstan - BMI) (Mason, Hoppen) 

This song couldn't have come along at a better time. A saxophone gets it sizzling, and 
sinewey pop melodies and confident harmonies from this versatile collection of musi- 
cians keep it going. From the album "Waking And Dreaming." 

KENNY NOLAN (20th Century 2331) 
Love's Grown Deep (3:45) (Sound of Nolan/Chelsea - BMI) (Nolan) 

Long a songwriter of repute, Nolan finally broke out in a performing sense with the 
top ten charting "I Like Dreaming." This one is deeply romantic and sentimental, with a 

delicate, R&B influenced arrangement that has to be admired. Nolan's voice has the 
vulnerable quality to make it work. 

MARIE OSMOND (Polydor/Kolob 14385) 
This Is The Way That I Feel (3:20) (Fame - BMI) 
(Jackson) 

The title track from Ms. Osmond's new Polydor album 
is geared toward the love -struck young audience, male 
and female. Twinkling harpsichords and bells surround 
heartfelt sighs of frustration. 

LONNIE LISTON SMITH AND THE COSMIC ECHOES 
(RCA 10920) 
Space Lady (3:30) (Cosmic Echoes/Unichappell - BMI) 
(Smith) 

Smith's electric piano carries a strong chord progres- 
sion here, supported by an amazing, slippery bass line. 
From "Rennaissance," one of his best vocal perfor- 
mances to date, geared toward R&B playlists. 

DOLLY PARTON (RCA 10935) 
Light Of A Clear Blue Morning (4:53) (Velvet Apple - 
BMI) (Parton) 

As one of the undisputable queens of country music, 
Dolly Parton has made inroads into the pop market with 
album sales as well as television. This somewhat 
visionary single has pop qualities, while preserving Ms. 
Parton's unique vocal style. 

JACKIE MOORE (Kayvette/TK 5129) 
Make Me Yours (3:16) (Cash Songs - BMI) (Swann) 

A swinging shuffle of horns and strings introduces Ms. 
Moore's version of Bettye Swann's memorable song. The 
choruses are harmonized just the right way, and this 
young lady has a husky voice that's unforgettable in its 
own way. 

VALENTINE (UA XW959) 
Take You Back (Street Corner Song From "Rocky") 
(3:12) (United Artists - ASCAP) (Stalone) 

"Rocky" fanatics may be dissappointed that this 
record does not contain the acappella verses heard in 

the film, but the melodoes are haunting nonetheless. An 
expert vocal performance by a group led by Sly 
Stallone's brother. 

CHUCK MANGIONE (A&M 1919) 
Doin' Everything With You (3:23) (Gates - EMI) 
(Mangione) 

From the album "Main Squeese," this instrumental 
single showcases Mangione's most sentimental and ac- 
cessible side. Sweet melody for easy -listening or pop. 

QUINCY JONES (A&M 1923) 
Oh Lord, Come By Here (3:40) (Rashida/Kidsda - BMI) 
(Jones, Cleveland) 

'Roots" didn't spare on the details, and if gospel was 
an inevitable part of the environment that Jones had to 
create, he went to the right source in Reverend James 
Cleveland, one of the undisputed leaders in the field. A 

beautiful job of production and engineering lends the 
voice a rare presence. 

SAMMY HAGAR (Capitol 4411) 
Grusin' & Boozin' (2:50) (Big Band - BMI) (Hagar) 

The second single from Hagar's recent solo LP, one 
that moves ahead with classic rock guitar chords and 
drumbeats, as Hagar's forceful vocal rides the top. 
Acoustical guitars soften the attacking edge. 

DEJA VU(Capitol 4396) 
Love, I'd Like To Thank You (3/8:25) (C.A.M.-U.S.A. - 
BMI) (Grasso, Bennett) 

A majestic ballad that soars from quiet acoustical 
melodies to surges of orchestra. Aimed at the pop and 
easy listening waves. Professional production and a 

powerful arrangement from the "Get It Up For Love" 
album. 

CLAUDIA FIELD (Roulette 7207) 
To Love Somebody (3:15) (Casserole - BMI) (Gibb, 
Gibb, Gibb) 

We all know what it's like. The Bee Gees found a new 
wave of popularity on the dance floor, but Ms. Field has 
added another dimension with a danceable, R&B (but not 
disco) version of one of their old hits. Cogently vocalized. 

RIM SHOT S (Stang/All Platinum 5072) 
Jack In The Box (3:10) (Gambl - BMI) (Ray, Keith, 
Goodman) 

A pillowy production employing filtered voices and a 

heavily phase -shifted sonic blend. Catching details in 

nursery rhyme lyrics and rising chord patters from a 

group that has tended to score R&B adds in the past. 

FARRAGHER BROTHERS (ABC 12259) 
Thanx A Lot (3:10) (Braintree - BMI) (Farragher) 

A shouted lead track and counterpointed backing 
vocals define this group's pop/R&B blend. Open to 
varied programming, from the LP "Family Ties." 

JACKPOT (EMI/Capitol 4387) 
Midnight's Alright (3:00) (Dayglow - ASCAP) (Ham- 
merstone, Songstone) 

By stripping good-time pop to its barest essentials, 
this record achieves a certain purity of purpose. Sounds 
a bit like "Right Back Where We Started," and makes you 
think of pink elephants doing a line dance. 

FLAME (RCA 10948) 
Beg Me (2:47) (Hudson Bay - BMI) (Jackson) 

This group features a raunchy -voiced, female lead 
singer whose bluesy delivery is the record's strong 
feature. The instrumental is still with uncompromisingly 
mixed electric guitars. Not for the faint of heart, from 
"Queen Of The Neighborhood." 

B.J. THOMAS (Myrrh 166) 
Home Where I Belong (3:02) (Word - ASCAP) (Terry) 

Though this record is largely a vehicle for the com- 
munication of Thomas' recently found spiritual 
awareness, the tune is pleasant and the voice un- 
mistakeable to pop listeners.

Gala Ellington 
Concert Planned 
LONDON -A gala concert celebrating the 
music of Duke Ellington will be staged at the 
New Victoria Theater here on April 17, 
featuring French pianist/composer Michel 
Legrand, Adelaide Hall, who sang with 
Duke's band nearly four decades ago, 
Larry Adler, Earl Okin and a special all-star 
band being assembled by British jazzman 
and composer John Dankworth. 

The two-hour entertainment will also 
feature rare film and the recorded voices of 
Ellington and some of his famous musi- 
cians. Legrand will travel from Los Angeles 
bringing with him the first orchestration of a 
hitherto unknown and unperformed 
Ellington composition. 

The concert is the brainchild of London 
Sunday Times jazz and pop critic Derek 
Jewell, who was a personal friend of 
Ellington and has just written a biography of 
him entitled "Duke" with a companion 
album being issued by RCA. 

"There has been no major British 
celebration of Ellington's music since his 
death," said Jewell. "I felt there ought to be. 
April is an appropriate time since it is the 
month of his birth, and it's 50 years since 
Ellington went into New York's Cotton Club, 
which was really the start of his ascent." 

The concert is being put together by 
Robert Paterson, another friend of the 
bandleader, and is being jointly presented 
by him, Melody Maker and the Jazz Center 
Society. The Jazz Center Society will 
receive all profits, which will go towards 
building a jazz center in London, to house 
an auditorium, a library and rehearsal 
facilities. 

AT THE GREAT AMERICAN MUSIC HALL - Carmen McRae - Blue Note 709H2 - Producer: George Butler & Don Hahn -

Carmen seems to record best in front of an audience. There 
was a splendid double Atlantic album a couple of years ago and 
now we have another superlative effort. For some reason she 
seems to be able to translate current material better than other 
singers of her generation and there is a Bill Withers song and a 
Leon Russell tune here which she handles with the same grace 
and elegance as more traditional material. Gillespie sits in on 
some titles lending his special presence to what must be con- 
sidered a thoroughly masterful collection. 

SUN SET - Ahmed Jamal - Chess 2ACMJ-407 - List: 7.98 
The reissue of these sides by Jamal reminds us of the lasting 

beauty of his music. There is a charm and simplicity to these live 
performances that stands up very well through time. Several of 
these were big hits at the time of there initial release ("Poin- 
ciana," especially) and the uncluttered trio setting provides 
Jamal and the audience with his best setting.

CB Radio Sales 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - The citizen's 
band radio channel expansion from 23 
to 40, as of the first of the year, has 
manufacturers and retailers eager to 
unload the remainder of their 23 - 
channel stocks. So eager, the Federal 
Trade Commission fears, that some CB 
commercials may engage in false, mis- 
leading or deceptive advertising. 

The FCC has put all concerned on 
notice that it is monitoring CB advertis- 
ing and promotions to make sure they 
include the following information: ex- 
pansion to 40 channels was effective 
Jan. 1, 1977; the identity of 23 -channel 
CB's not convertible or good for trade 
on 40 -channel sets (only about half are 
convertible); and the availability and 
terms of any conversion/trade-in pro- 
gram.

The initial stage, which involves gather- 
ing subpoenaed documents and interview- 
ing witnesses, usually lasts for several 
months. "Generally we go before the grand 
jury once a week," the attorney said. "And 
when things get tight, we go twice a week." 
He added that each presentation takes one 
day unless there has been a significant 
development, in which case the parties will 
be called back the following day so that per- 
tinent testimony can be completed. 

Washington Connection 
Next, the inquiry begins to focus in on in- 

dividuals who may have specific knowledge 
of violations. And later a detailed memo 
outlining the antitrust division's findings, 
based on the evidence that has been ac- 
cumulated, is sent back to Washington for 
review by Justice Department officials. 

"All these things are coordinated out of 
Washington," the attorney said. "And they 

go over everything literally word for word." 
At that point the grand jury is asked to 

vote on the issuance of indictments, he 
said. asking that if indictments are handed 
down, there is a public announcement to 
that effect. Which, according to the attor- 
ney. can be "the beginning of a year or two 
of legal manuevering back and forth." 

investigation Mentioned 
News of the grand jury investigation sur- 

faced recently in such diverse sources as 
the annual report of a major label and the 
Wall Street Journal. In its just released 
summary of 1976, MCA Inc. said, "Certain 
records of the company, with regard to the 
business practices of its record company 
subsidiary, were subpoenaed in January 
1977 in a federal grand jury investigation in 

Los Angeles of the major members of the 
record industry." The MCA annual report 
added that "the company's legal counsel is 

unable to evaluate the course such in- 

vestigation may take because the in- 
vestigation is at an early and preliminary 
stage." 

Citing "industry sources," the Wall Street 
Journal story said that the grand jury is in- 
vestigating price fixing and focusing on 
"marketing and sales practices of the 
record industry between 1971 and 1976." 
The paper also said that the grand jury has 
subpoenaed "detailed documents and 
financial records from such major record 
companies as MCA Records, a division of 
MCA Inc., Universal City, Calif.; RCA 
Records, a division of RCA Corp., New 
York; ABC Records, a division of American 
Broadcasting Cos., New York; Warners 
Communications Inc. group of record com- 
panies, New York; United Artists Records, a 

division of Transamerica Corp., San Fran- 
cisco; Arista Records, a division of Colum- 
bia Pictures Industries, New York, and 
Capitol Industries -EMI Inc.

ZAPPED TOMORROW - Last week included concept night in New York for Tom 
Snyder, whose "Tomorrow" show explored musical themes, with entertainment provided 
by the five -member Kaminsky International Kazoo Quartet (a kazoo quartet contains 
seven members, two of which are always missing). Snyder interviewed two self- 
proclaimed orchestra conductors, Arthur Fiedler and Frank Zappa. Touching the same 
base with Fiedler on the high cost of starting one's own orchestra, Zappa veered off on a 

tough line against record companies. "I don't know what people think record companies 
do, but a record company is like a bank. The risk from a record company's point of view is 
not that great." Zappa exclaimed, "They lend you your own money," going on to explain 
that the artist doesn't collect royalties until the cost of production, and sometimes advertis- 
ing, has been paid from an album's earnings. Zappa added, with a cautious sense of bit- 
terness, that the company takes the largest share of revenue per album as well. Asked by 
the ingenuous Snyder whether life on the road really is the drug and sex orgy often depic- 
ted by the media, he responded in perfect deadpan, "I'm sure it is for English groups." 

SIXTH STONE FROM THE SUN -We can expect six Rolling Stones albums through 
Atlantic Records distribution over the next three to six years, according to the latest 
available details of the contract. 

SHOUTING OUT - There's a reserved self-assurance in Patrice Rushen's choice of 
words. Consider a description of her relationship with neighborhood friend Leon (Ndugu) 
Chancier, who had begun drumming with Miles Davis at age 17. "Talking with Ndugu, it 
was easier to observe the type of situation you would be in, and know if you were 
prepared. " If a professional career seemed inevitable for the young keyboardist, her steps 
were studied. She turned down an offer to take to the road with Jean-Luc Ponty, choosing 
to stay in Los Angeles where she felt that music school offered her greater opportunities for 
growth in areas that were crucial at the time. Now Ms. Rushen's own projects are keeping 
her busy. Her recently released third album for Prestige Records, "Shout It Out," reveals 
the latest stage in a development of talents including composing, arranging and produc- 
tion, in addition to a maturing proficiency on electric and acoustic keyboards. Anxious not 
to limit herself to any style, she retains an open mind on subjects of musical controversy, 
stating that "the way a person listens will have to change" before the musical community 
begins to appreciate the full potential of electronic instruments. At the same time, she has 
"nothing but praise" for Keith Jarrett's adamant stand against the influx of electronics into 
music. Ms. Rushen feels that because Jarrett has played electric keyboards, his is a con- 
sidered opinion. 

DRYDEN DROPS HIS STICKS - Spencer Dryden has given up the drum chair of the 
New Riders, in the same motion taking up responsibilities for the group's management. 
Spencer has been replaced by Pat Shanahan, who played with the Riders' new bassist 
Steve Love in Rick Nelson's Stone Canyon Band. Contacted in New York between 
business deals, Dryden explained that he had always had promotional ideas good enough 
to warrant the group's requesting his services as manager. "I think the group has to work 
out on the road more," stated Dryden, expressing dissatisfaction with the 100 -odd dates 
played by the New Riders last year. Because he knows the music and will continue writing, 
he feels that he can benefit the band through 100% attention. I don't believe in big percen- 
tages, either." Though he will stick to New York and Los Angeles as the band's manager, 
Dryden's share of New Riders revenues will be equal to that of any playing member of the 
group. 

THE ELEPHANTS AREN'T COMPLAINING, BUT - The American Federation of Musi- 
cians, backed by the AFL-CIO, has called for a consumer boycott of the Ringling Brothers 
and Barnum & Bailey Circus. It seems that the Circus, which hits some 80 cities (with two 
touring companies) a season, formerly took only a three man core rhythm section on the 
road with each company. Local musicians were hired at each stop, according to the con- 
tractual requirements of each district. According to John Hall, executive assistant to AFM 
president Hal Davis, the Circus had asked for a uniform national contract with the AFM, 
which the union explained could not be negotiated until the local chapters came together at 
the annual convention in June. Instead of sticking to last year's arrangements, according to 
the Union, the circus proceeded to hire full 15 -piece touring bands for each circus com- 
pany, with contracts not approved by the Union. A source at the Circus indicated that the 
possibilities of negotiating a national contract with the AFM, a federated organization that 
operates with a great deal of local autonomy, were slim. He stated that the Circus' motives 
were "music of concrete quality, at a reasonable price."

competitors and myself closer together. 
One major distributor, who requested 

anonymity, added, "I was never so happy as 
to see these labels fly the coop. They were a 
constant hassle." 

Move Both Ways 
While distributors were divided concern- 

ing the short term effects of the changes, 
they seemed confused as to the reasons. 
Each distributor tended to regard his ex- 
periences with the labels as universal treat- 
ment. although it became obvious that label 
input to the Indies was not uniform. 

Most independents felt, nonetheless, 
that independent distribution was still 
viable, and that indies were not at fault in 
the switches. 

"There were circumstances in these 
companies that had nothing to do with the 
distribution that forced them to branch dis- 
tribution." commented Bill Emerson. "But 
every time there's something like that hap- 
pening there's a move the other way. For 
example, Monument (Records) were on 
major label distribution and they went in- 
dependent. There are circumstances that 
have nothing to do with distribution that 
caused most of those people to make their 
moves. The majors have a lot of money to 
throw around." 

Ernie Santone, president of Chips Dis- 
tributors in Philadelphia, argued with 
Emerson. "Possibly, for the company to 
grow they had to make a move at this time. 
Perhaps the needed capital was gained. 
But I don't think the moves reflect any lack 
of faith in the independent distributors. In 

fact one telegram I received said that, and 
I'm quoting, 'We hope that you understand 
that the move was made simply because of 
business principles and does not reflect 
any lack of faith or trust in distribution.' 

"Bad things and good things tend to 
come in threes," Santone added. "I feel that 
all the things that have happened, at this 
point, were a matter of economics. I'm sure 
they were purely economic conditions. 
Perhaps the companies were not large 
enough to exist on their own and they felt 
this was the best route to take, not that the 
indies were doing a bad job." 

Exodus? 
Speculation among indies was sharply 

divided concerning the possibility that the 
three departures could start an exodus. 
Some independents feared that any more 
significant departures would leave the 
smaller independents without sufficient 
product. 

"I think there are always going to be 
enough independent labels to support at 
least one independent distributor in every 
independent market," predicted Mike 
Paikos, "but the effect may be that we may 
not see a number two distributor, at least in 
markets our size." 

But Bud Daily, general manager of 
Houston's H.W. Daily, felt the loss of Bud- 
dah and Playboy were not crucial to his 
company and predicted growth. "I think 
there's enough to go around for the dis- 
tributors. There are always new labels that 
are trying to get into the business, and 
some of them are going to make it. Based 
on the outlook for us, for independent dis- 
tribution, we're planning to build a 30,000 
square foot warehouse, so our picture 
down here looks better than it ever has. 
A&M and Motown are successful labels, 
and London seems to be getting it together 
again, so we're optimistic." 

'Another Aspect' 
Milt Salstone, owner of Chicago's M.S. 

Distributors, and Ira Heilicher, vice presi- 
dent of Heilicher Brothers, Inc., refused to 
be pessimistic about the industry outlook. 

"There's another aspect," noted Ira 
Heilicher. "What happens to all the major 
label production deals that just seem to die 
out? You hear about an independent 
switching to majors and it's well publicized, 
but these labels are taking the chance that 
they will not be thrown in someone's bag. 
When you look at it, there's not much dif- 
ference between an indie bag, in some 
cases, and a Columbia bag. This question 
remains to be seen." Other independent 
distributors thought that the need for ad- 
ditional capital often predetermines an un- 
wise choice in record distribution. The 
capabilities of the independents, some 
think, are unwisely traded off for 
desperately needed capital. 

"Look at who had the two largest records 
recently," added Salstone, "A&M and 
Motown were distributed by independents, 
and paid by independents. The branches 
(branch distributed labels) will admit that 
we will sell as many or more goods than 
they do. We have that capability." 

And Bud Daily gave a concrete example 
of this. "CBS may be so loaded with product 
and artists that maybe it won't be able to do 
the job that people might think. Of course 
they've got a ton of money to spend, but 
we've got six men covering the territory 
they have three assigned to. We're covering 
accounts they never heard of!"

Jackson; Yancy; Frank Military, vice president of creative services for Chappell; and Nor- 
man Weiser, president of Chappell.

the singles business. Others doubt that 
there is enough of a market for 12" singles 
to justify investing heavily in them at this 
point. However, in certain markets, 
primarily on the east and west coasts, these 
dance records have done fairly well. 

Listing at from $2.49 to $2.98, they are 
being sold over the counter for $1.99-$2.69, 
and sometimes at near -list. Where they are 
selling, therefore, they allow a very nice 
profit margin. In some cases, it has been 
reported, they are even cutting into sales of 
particular 7" singles and LPs. 

Herb Corsack, vice president and sales 
manager of Island Records, believed that 
the 12" configuration might eventually 
solve the problem of shrinking profit 
margins on singles. "If that's going to be the 
trend, you're talking about huge profits for 
the manufacturer. With only two songs to 
pay royalties on and a $2.98 list, there's 
more profit per unit in a $2.98 single. If 
that's the configuration of the future, we're 
going to wind up with five-minute songs 
and bigger profits." 

Roulette and Pyramid Records have in- 
vested heavily in such disco artists as D.C. 
LaRue and Ecstasy, Passion and Pain, and 
Roulette was one of the first companies to 
commercially market the 12" single. 
Nevertheless, Dennis Ganim, president of 
Pyramid, expressed reservations about the 
future of the long single. The biggest source 
of worry with these records, Ganim said, 
was the return factor. 

"If returns for 12" singles come anywhere 
near the percentage on the regular 7" 
singles, there's no profit at all for the record 
companies," he explained. "The cost of 
pressing and shipping is the same as an LP, 
and when you're taking back 40% to 60% 
returns from racks, you're in trouble." 

Returns And The Pipeline 
Several industry sources agreed that the 

average return rate for 45s is currently 30- 
35%. However, some companies reported 
that overall returns on their singles fall into 
the 15-25% range. 

There was a general consensus, though, 
that the average return rate on singles ex- 
ceeds album returns. Montgomery of RCA 
saw this as a natural outgrowth of the man- 
ner in which singles are sold. "Once we pick 
up airplay in a market, we have to make 
sure our singles are in there to cover it, so 
we don't lose any sales from day one. It's an 
instant reaction kind of thing. So we take a 
chance by putting out the single and hope 
for the sell-off. And of course not every 
record is going to reach the top ten." 

Even if a 45 is a hit, noted Glew of Atlan- 
tic, the returns on it may be very high. After 

350-400,000 units are already in the stores, 
he explained, the radio stations might stop 
playing the single. Thus, while a company is 
still in "high gear, trying to fill the pipelines," 
the single stops selling, and the returns 
begin mounting. 

Peisinger of Arista remarked on the im- 
portance of good guessing in reducing 
returns. "It's where you get a couple of 
markets going early on a record, and it puts 
into action a whole chain of events-the 
racks buy heavily, you spread it to a few 
markets, and then it doesn't pan out-that's 
when you end up eating 50% or 60% of that 
three or four hundred thousand." 

Mel Dakroob, vice president of sales for 
20th Century, blamed the returns problem 
on retailers. "Many retailers want to 
decorate their pop sections with singles. If 
they sell five a week, they still want 50 in 
there at all times. That is why the industry 
eats such a high percentage of singles." 

According to Coury, RSO averages a 15- 
20% return rate on its singles. Large 
returns, he said, primarily plague the "big 
companies who are looking to make quotas 
and put out whatever the dealer or rack job- 
ber asks for. The smart record man knows 
when a 45 is winding up its run and when to 
stop." 

Similarly, Stone of TK believed some 
companies have no one but themselves to 
blame for high return rates. "Look, there's 
no such thing as non -return, but basically 
our company is based on the idea of keep- 
ing returns to a minimum. That's what 
knocks a lot of companies out; they get 
crazed and try to hype and try to get the 
RIAA million. But that's all knocking into 
your profit." 

In the final analysis, all the executives 
agreed that singles are simply a high -risk 
product line. As Kass of Buddah put it, 
"There isn't any demand for a single once 
the record's off the air. On a single, even on 
your hit record, you can take back a high 
return." 

List Price Rise Unlikely 
Coury of RSO asserted that, due to soar- 

ing PVC, labor and other costs, it is likely 
that there will be an increase in the list price 
of singles "at some point." Judging by the 
comments of other executives, though, 
such a price hike will not occur very soon. 

"It can't go up any more," declared Stone 
of TK, "because the consumer is so con- 
ditioned to paying less than a buck for a 
$1.29 list single, even though our profits are 
being eaten up by rising costs." 

Lou Dennis, vice president and sales 
manager for Warner Bros., presented a 
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the Gotham Book Mart Gallery, through April 16... Though they have seen rocky roads in 
the recent past, Private Stock Records and the "Moonlight Feels Right" group, Starbuck, 
have renegotiated their contractual relationship. The multi -album deals will extend over 
several years ... Ginger Baker has signed with Sire Records.

POINTS WEST - WHAT, NO CONCERT TOUR? - It's been seven years since we've 
heard from them, but the world's biggest band is back with their second album entitled 
"Deep Voices," recorded and produced by Dr. Roger Payne who worked with the Whales 
on their first album. Dr. Payne, a researcher of animal behavior has included sounds of the 
rare blue whale on this album which also has sounds of the Whales deep breathing, 
snorting, charging a boat and herding together. Rumor has it that the third LP will include a 
broader repertoire - possibly even spewing and mating!... Denny White and Alan Levy 
have collaborated on their first single production, a remake of "Lullabye of Broadway," 
done disco. Lifted from the film version of Busby Berkeley's "Goldiggers of 1935," the song 
features on the flip side of the 12 inch single a recording of the original artist, Winifred 
Shaw ... Cat Stevens has finished his latest album which will be out in a week or so. One of 
the tunes is dedicated to Cypress and one is a biographical sketch entitled "I Never Wanted 
To Be A Star," his first personal statement in music in his ten years of recording. Part of 
the album was recorded at Sound 80 Minneapolis during November and December, but 
the cold seemed not to affect Cat who was spied in t-shirt and bare feet... Elton John and 
Clive Franks have finished producing a single by the group Blue, whom Elton discovered 
on a tour with Kiki Dee last year. They are now recording their first LP release for Rocket. 

MUSIC AND TELEVISION - At a recent meeting, E/A chairman Joe Smith noted the 
dearth of high -quality television productions of popular music. One of the most successful 
done lately was the Barry Manilow special, which was partially responsible for the re-entry 
of two of the artist's albums on the charts and the boost of the other two that were already 
there. In a frank discussion with the producer of that special, Steve Binder had much to say 
on the subject and what has to be done to upgrade music on the tube. Binder, whose 
credits include The Tami Show, Hullabaloo, and specials with Mac Davis, Liza Minnelli and 
Petula Clark, had specific suggestions for both sides - the artist and the network ex- 
ecutives. "First of all," Steve began, "the artist has to treat television as an art form and not 
just a commercial outlet to sell records. On the other hand, television has to recognize that 
it may be antiquated in their production personnel. They have to give more people a 
chance to work who know and understand the artist." Why isn't this happening? I asked. 
"Because television as a people business becomes a private club where people start to 
protect each other at the height of their inefficiency. "Binder admits that "the artist is often 
at the mercy of the business machine," but believes there is a way to correct that too. 
"Companies react to artists who make waves. The artist who's just depending on his 
creativity alone to bring attention to his or her self is ignored and overlooked. The artist who 
recognizes that it's an art plus a business is usually the one who has a chance to succeed." 
But in spite of these criticisms Binder is hopeful. "Executives in both industries, record and 
television, need to get out of their negative syndrome and stop saying it won't work. 
Because the marriage of music to television is a natural one that has yet to be really con- 
summated." 

BAND(S) ON THE RUN - Epic's sleeper band of the year, Cheap Trick, does not earn 
that adjective because they do soothing love ballads but because they are a fresh new 
band creating interest wherever they have appeared. They headlined the Starwood recen- 
tly increasing the crowd each succeeding evening, which may have had something to do 
with their being asked to open for The Runaways, April 1, at the Santa Monica Civic. a 
debut concert appearance in L.A. for both bands ... Frankie Valli and the Four Seasons 
begin a spring concert tour on March 29 in the eastern states that will continue through 
June and take them to England and Australia as well. Possibly the last tour for them as a 
unit, since Frankie Valli has announced plans to go his own way in September. Following 
their Far Eastern tour, Gladys Knight & The Pips will return to headline the Las Vegas 
Hilton's main showroom for a two week stand beginning April 12... REO Speedwagon will 
kick off a major midwest and east coast tour beginning in April, culminating in a July St. 
Louis stadium appearance. No west coast dates as yet but rumor has it that Starwood dates 
in May are a possibility, when the band is on break .. 

GETTING PUBLIC EXPOSURE - Currently on the mad, it is doubtful that the David 
Bromberg Band will receive quite as warm a welcome as they received after their ap- 
pearance at New York's Bottom Line, at the club's fourth anniversary party, where Brom- 
berg presided over festivities for the third time. When the band moved north to Utica and 
an engagement at the Stanley Theater, David received a hot tip that a stripper plying her 
trade next door was doing her show to tunes from Bromberg's current album. Secretly 
checking this out for himself, David found the tip to be true and, unbeknownst to the other 
band members, invited Cleo to join the next evening's performance. Following David's cue, 
Cleo came on the stage from her hiding place in the wings and stripped to "Sharon," 
catching Bromberg's players off guard. Several of them almost fell into the orchestra pit, 
Hugh McDonald's fingers became tangled in his bass strings and John Firmin swallowed 
his saxophone reed. Quite a show, David! ... In quite a recently published interview mem- 
bers of Kiss give some interesting insights into their character. From drummer Peter Criss,

The Los Angeles 
Times almost accepted the ad if they could change "breast" to "chest." Another day in the 
life of artist promotion ... The Doobie Brothers will appear as special guests on an upcom- 
ing CBS special April 7, hosted by George Burns and Bernadette Peters. The 
variety/awards show will also feature Beverly Sills and George Carlin ...Steve Harley 
recently performed a benefit concert at London's Rainbow Theatre with proceeds to the 
Homeless People of Ireland. Said Harley, "I'm Irish, and it's about time someone did 
something for them." . . .

one store down to 500 square feet, and that 
department would have returned $340 a 

year per square foot. The stores where the 
departments were 1300 square feet, where 
we hadn't cleared out the slow movers, 
naturally didn't give such a good return. 

"When we were 1300 square feet, you 
have to pay for that square footage and so 
records would have to become profitable. If 
you could have put them down into a 500 - 
square -foot section, they could be your 
traffic generator. And let the clothes, which 
work on a 50-70% profit, carry that

pricing on all albums except those with 
non-standard prices. The reason given was 
that should any $6.98 list albums go up to 
$7.98, album jackets with 0698 printed on 
them would automatically become ob- 
solete. 

Ed Rosenblat, vice president of 
marketing for Warner Bros., said the com- 
pany would continue coding "single albums 
that have oddball prices, such as $7.98." 

In line with that policy, 0798 can be found 
on the spines of new $7.98 list LPs by 
Fleetwood Mac, America and George Ben- 
son. "Phil Spector's Greatest Hits," a two - 
record set on Warner/Spector Records, 
has its $9.98 list price indicated on the side 
as 0998. 

A Warner Bros. spokesman said since 
there is no standard double -album price 
equivalent to the $6.98 list on single LPs, all 
WB two -disc sets will carry price codes. 

(records), and let records bring in the 
customers." 

Full Line Unnecessary 
According to Gage, record sales com- 

prise about 20% of total volume at Thomas 
& Hart. The fact that this figure has not 
varied much, despite weekly fluctuations in 

overall store sales, was evidence to Gage 
that "records provided traffic for the store." 
Moreover, he noted, "We found the 
strongest public reaction to our store was a 

record ad. A record ad could outpull an ad 
for any other kind of merchandise." 

For a record department in a general 
merchandise store, Gage concluded, fast 
turnover is more important than a large in- 
ventory. "You don't need a full -line inven- 
tory if you're not striving for a million -dollar 
return. If you're trying to get sales of $250- 
300,000, you can turn inventories of $30- 
$40,000 an unbelievable number of times, 
and you don't need that huge selection."

Station Execs Take Sides 
In Cover Battle Controversies 

by Cookie Amerson 
LOS ANGELES - Record company ex- 
ecutives will admit freely that they do not 
like cover battles, but as of late, several 
have found themselves in this situation. 
Whether the company surprisingly finds it- 
self in this position or whether the company 
decides to cover another record because of 
its own investments in a piece of product, 
all will agree that the battle can be costly for 
everyone. Some radio station personnel 
feel that record companies put an undue 
amount of pressure on the program direc- 
tor during a cover battle, even though that 
pressure may get no direct results, the fact 
that it is exerted can be a negative factor. 

Maxx Fortune, music director at WDIA in 
Memphis, stated, "As general policy we do 
not play both versions of a cover record. 
Our contention is that the station will not 
help itself by playing both versions of the 
song; you may confuse the listener, and 
more important, that second record is tak- 
ing up space that could be used by another 
good piece of product on the market. We 
don't generally have problems with being 
pressured after explaining the station's 
policy, which is basically to do research to 
see what separation there will be, and make 
a decision based on that research. With so 
much good product out now, in all fairness, 
how can you justify playing both records 
considering the limited playlist most sta- 
tions now have?" 

E. Rodney Jones, program director at 
WVON in Chicago told Cash Box, "I have 
generally found that the original song is 

usually better than the cover, but if I find 
that they are close in quality, I will put both 
of them on, and let my listeners decide 
which is the better record. The PD must 
assert his own decisions regarding this 
matter, and not let outside forces sway him, 
as he is either a program director, or a 
programmed director, and the latter has no 
business with the job." 

Matt Leadbetter, program director at 
WAMO in Pittsburgh, feels "it is up to the 
programmer to make the decision of what 
is best for his listener. Frequently by play- 
ing both versions of a cover record, it may 
confuse the listener to the point that when 
he attempts to purchase the record he 
thinks he likes, he comes home with the one 
that he doesn't like. Many times the com- 
pany that has the better promotion staff is 
the one who will win a cover battle, even 
though the opposing product may be 
slightly better, which is a factor that should 
be considered." 

"In The Business of Radio" 
Al Perkins, music director at WJLB in 

Detroit, stated, "I don't like cover records, 
but if I am put in the position of dealing with 
them, I like to give them both an equal shot, 
and let the community decide which is bet- 
ter. There is too much good material out to 
fight over one record, and I feel if you are 
going to play either, you should play them 
both or wait to see which nudges above the 
other and play that one. Radio people must 
keep in mind that they are in the business of 
radio and not records and go from there."

Arizona, location. 

The record manager of the Panorama 
City store said, "We will sell what we have 
until we sell out and then we will close the 
department."

same chains. The chains were not named in 
the GRT report, listed only as "X" and "Y."

increased tape accessibility. According to 
GRT, two salespeople were on the floor at 
most times. Occasionally just one person, 
stationed at the cash register, monitored 
store activities. 

Staffing, store ambience, and client age 
were cited as three critical factors in open 
bin tape profitability.

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CBS/Epic Acts Said To Benefit 
From Distributed Management Plan

NASHVILLE - "Home rule." For years this 
slogan has kicked off hot controversies 
over whether it is best to make governmen- 
tal decisions on the local level, close to the 
citizens they affect, or by a remote, cen- 
tralized, presumably more efficient 
bureaucracy. When it comes to CBS/Epic, 
Rick Blackburn, vice president of 
marketing. Nashville, cites a policy of 
"decentralized management," as a prime 
factor in Columbia/Epic here having 70% of 
its artist roster currently on the national 
trade charts. 

Decentralization of management means, 
according to Blackburn, that all marketing 
and A&R decisions affecting the labels' 
Nashville -originated artists are made by 
the Nashville office. None of these deci- 
sions must be referred to or approved by 

company headquarters. 
"It makes a big company small," he said. 

"For our artists it means that CBS is not 4,- 
000 people, it's 19 - the size of our staff 
here." 

This policy was put into effect at the 
Nashville office around September of 1976 
when Blackburn was named vice president 
of marketing, Nashville. The young, 34 - 
year -old executive states that the flexibility 
the policy provides, has contributed heavily 
toward 12 out of 16 Epic acts, and 13 out of 
20 Columbia acts, being currently on the 
charts. 

Decentralization of management. 
however, is not unique to the Nashville of- 
fice. but pervades the entire CBS/Epic 
operation. Initiated by Jack Craigo, senior 
vice president and general manager of CBS 
Records, who "plotted, planned, and

Country Radio Seminar Stresses 
Importance Of Music Research

NASHVILLE - The FCC ruling to separate 
AM and FM programming in markets

Music research was a major topic of dis- 
cussion. as moderator Bob Young of WMC 
radio in Memphis emphasized. 'Research 
is often the opposite of what we assume is 
true," he said. Panelists included Ron 
Jones, WHK in Cleveland; Ed Salamon, 
WHN in New York; Larry Daniels, KNIX in 
Phoenix; and Burt Bogash, MCA Records 
in Los Angeles.

In additic':i Kilroy said that 
Playboy country artists Borchers and Wynn 
Stewart are in the studio recording albums. 

The Best of Statlers 
Album Awarded Gold 
NASHVILLE - "The Best Of The Statler 
Brothers" album on Mercury Records has 
been certified gold by the RIAA for sales in 
excess of 500,000 units. 

This is the first gold album for the Statler 
Brothers in their long recording career, and 
one of the few gold albums awarded to a 
country vocal group. The album, produced 
by Jerry Kennedy, vice president/A & R in 
Nashville for Phonogram/Mercury, was 
released in July of 1975. 

Loretta Lynn LP Due 
In MCA April Releases 
LOS ANGELES - New LPs by Loretta 
Lynn, Cal Smith and Hoyt Axton will be 
released by MCA Records in early April. 

Loretta Lynn's "I Remember Patsy" will 
include nine songs formerly recorded by 
the late Patsy Cline. "I Just Came To Count 
The Memories," from Cal Smith, features 
the title hit single. And Hoyt Axton's new LP, 
"Snowblind Friend," will feature guest per- 
formances by Tanya Tucker, Jim Messina, 
Byron Berline and Mimi Farina.

carried it through," according to 
Blackburn, the policy includes five 
autonomous vice presidents in different 
marketing areas, each with final authority in 
his own department. For example, the vice 
president for R&B has the same decision - 
making independence over R&B marketing 
that Blackburn has over country marketing. 

Basic Divisions 
In the CBS/Epic Nashville operation 

there is a basic division of responsibility 
between marketing and A&R. Billy Sherrill, 
vice president, Nashville A&R, approves all 
A&R decisions, although both departments 
work "very closely," according to 
Blackburn. Although both departments 
deal primarily with country product, they 
handle any artist whose contract originates 
in Nashville. 

In addition to decentralized manage- 
ment, Blackburn credits "being in the artist 
business" and "very nutsy and boltsy" 
market research for the lablé s current 
success. 

"Being in the artist business," Blackburn 
explained, includes operating in close 
geographical proximity to the artist, keep- 
ing the artist informed about what's hap- 
pening in the music business, and 
promoting an artist without labels, i.e. not 
categorizing an artist as a 'country' artist. 

"We can be very close to the artist here," 
Blackburn said, emphasizing the impor- 
tance of geographical togetherness, "most 
of our artists live here or are based here. 
We know our artists, because they are all 
around us." 

This aids what Blackburn believes is the 
only Artist Development department 
operated by a Nashville label. Headed by 
Gene Ferguson, this department is in 
charge of the artist's "visability," making 
sure that he has the proper career direction 
-a booking agent, an effective'manager, 
television appearances at advantageous 
times, and adequate record company 
sponsored showcases. 

As part of a continuing effort to keep their 
artists informed about the music business 
in general as well as CBS strategies, the 
Nashville office held an artist seminar in 

January, with each department head 
presenting to the artist audience an over- 
view of his department's activities. "We 
dealt with questions like 'How Come I Can't 
Find My Record in the Store?' or 'What is a 

Product Manager?' Major artists on our 
label didn't know things like that," 
Blackburn said, "Our premise is that an 
educated roster is a good one." 

Market Research Involved 
Through market research in the northern 

states, Blackburn became aware that 
although northern, consumers might res- 
pond "no" when asked if they liked country 
music, they would respond "yes," when 
asked if they liked particular artists. "On the 
basis of that, we are getting out of the coun- 
try music business and into the artist 
business in certain markets," Blackburn 
said, illustrating his point with a new set of 
posters which portray only the artist's pic- 
ture, name, and record label. "Do you see 
anything country about that?" he asked 

pointedly. 
The label becomes attuned to such con- 

sumer attitudes through what Blackburn 
terms "very scientific" market research 
compiled by the CBS Department of 
Market Research in New York. 

"You must treat records just like any 
other commodity," Blackburn stressed. 
"We are no different from Proctor and 
Gamble or Colgate - it's like selling soap 
or candy bars. We must have a very scien- 
tific collection of data." 

According to Blackburn, his marketing 
strategy is geared toward the first 60 days 
of an album's life. "The first 60 days is 
critical. Whereas a bar of soap may have a 
10 -year shelf life, an album has only 90 
days. At the end of 90 days, if it hasn't sold, 
it's coming right back to you. So, there must 
be an emphasis on research - what sex 
buys that artist's records, etc. By the time 
the record is released, everything must 
have been done for the first 60 days." 

As a specific example of the value of 
market research, Blackburn cited 
CBS/Epic's continued adherence to a 
$5.98 list price on country albums. CBS 
research indicated that the income level of 
country buyers could not bear the $6.98 
price which other labels are holding - or 
temporarily put in effect, then retreated 
from. Blackburn stated that the price hold- 
back has paid off in increased unit sales. 

Division involvements 
The Nashville marketing division in- 

cludes art design, album cover production, 
product management, promotion, artist 
development, and publicity. Formerly, all 
decisions on these areas were finalized at 
company headquarters in New York, with 
Gene Ferguson responsible for coor- 
dinating between Nashville and New York. 
"I felt sorry for one guy at that time," 
Blackburn said with a grin, "Gene 
Ferguson." 

The move to decentralized management 
in Nashville came with a corporate decision 
"to invest in the whole Nashville explosion," 
according to Blackburn. "Five years ago, 
when Stax was in full swing, everybody was 
saying that Memphis was the place to be. 
Now, Memphis has dried up, and 
everything has moved to Nashville or Mus- 
cle Shoals. There's been a musical explo- 
sion ii i the Southeast, led by people like Phil 
Walden at Capricorn." 

Blackburn's current position with 
CBS/Epic is the latest in a considerable str- 
ing of executive positions with that com- 
pany. He began his career at Epic after a 
brief post -collegiate stint as a disc jockey. 
He quickly rose to director of merchandis- 
ing, then director of promotion at Epic. Af- 
ter leaving Epic to form Ode Records with 
Lou Adler and others, he was rehired in 
Epic sales by Clive Davis. He shortly 
became director of sales for CBS, New 
York. 

In September 1974, he moved to 
Nashville to handle marketing for Monu- 
ment Records during the period when 
Monument was distributed by CBS. In Sep- 
tember 1976, he became vice president of 
marketing, Nashville. 

Longtime Opry Member 
Stoney Cooper Dies 
NASHVILLE - Longtime Grand Ole Opry 
member Stoney Cooper died March 22, af- 
ter an extended period of hospitalization. 
Cooper, who performed with his wife Wilma 
Lee, was one of country music's most 
renowned traditional artists. 

The funeral was held March 25, at 2 p.m., 
at Woodlawn Funeral Home. 

Cooper heard his wife perform for the 
last time on the Saturday night Opry 
preceding his death when she dedicated 
the old A.P. Carter song, "Little Darling Pal 
Of Mine" to him. 

He had been in ill health for three or four 
years, and this was the last in a series of 
hospitalizations. 

In addition to their integrity as traditional 
country performers, the Coopers are best 
known for their recordings of such songs as 
"There's A Big Wheel" and "Come Walk 
With Me." Wilma Lee with continue as a 

member of the Grand Ole Opry. 

Country Radio Seminar 
Emphasizes Research

12:00 midnight allowed members of the in- 
dustry to direct questions to specific per- 
sons. Dr. Ernest Martin of the University of 
Kansas presented a new musical research 
approach which involved sampling a 

market audience through what he termed 
"needle dropping"-in other words, asking 
a listener to identify a record from a 20 to 30 
second cut and rating it plus or minus. He 
also discussed the technique of multiple 
regression analysis as a means of tracking 
records and predicting chart movement. 
According to this method, a statistical 
graphic chart can accurately predict a 

record's movement within five spaces in the 
first three weeks of release. 

Representatives from music industry 
trade publications, including Cash Box's 
Gary Cohen and Cathy Weidman, ex- 
plained the various methods of determin- 
ing chart positions and answered questions 
from the audience. They agreed on the im- 
portance of record companies' accurately 
reporting numbers from the individual 
markets and the need for maintaining an 
"open book" policy in providing informa- 
tion to the industry. 

On Saturday evening participants atten- 
ded a dinner and "New Faces Show" 
produced by Eddie Kilroy and Jackie 
Straka of Playboy Records. Charlie Monk 
of ASCAP emceed the procession of artists - including Kathy Barnes, Republic 
Records; Bobby Borchers, Playboy; Randy 
Corner, ABC/Dot; Mike Lunsford, Gusto; 
Dale McBride, Con Brio; Charly McClain, 
Columbia; Mel McDaniel, Capitol; Geoff 
Morgan, MCA; Vernon Oxford, RCA and 
Margo Smith - who were picked for future 
stardom based on the strength of their 
records.

Cheat -Proof Coin Door 
Developed By Atari To 
Thwart Player Abuses 

LOS ANGELES - Atari has developed a 
new coin door for their games, designed to 
alleviate the most common problems 
reported by operators with units on the 
market today. Most problems reported 
relate to those overly aggressive players 
who, by one method or another, attempt to 
cheat or abuse the games. 

Atari engineers have reportedly worked 
for over a year to design a coin door that is 
cheat and abuse -proof. For one thing, there 
is an anti -slam switch that protects the 
game from kicking and jarring. There are 
also two slug rejector buttons, one for each 
coin slot, so that if one coin chute gets jam- 
med, the other one can be used indepen- 
dently. A unique string catcher on the coin 
chute protects against those players who 
attempt to cheat by putting a coin on a str- 
ing. And specially designed flaps on the 
coin reject chute discourage any attempt to 
start the game by using a wire up the reject 
chute. In addition, the recessed wicket -type 
coin entry system makes it very difficult for 
people attempting to put foreign matter 
down the coin slot. 

Besides alleviating the problems caused 
by aggressive and mischievous players, 
Atari's coin door was developed with easy 
service in mind. Rejectors are easily 
removable for cleaning and/or changing. 
There is a single illumination bulb behind 
the price plate that can be changed without 
using any tools; and the coin -sizing ring can 
be easily changed to accept any combina- 
tion of coins desired. Atari has coin rings

cluded: a grand opening sale in Baltimore; 
more $2.99 "super specials" at New York 
Korvettes stores; and a $3.77 all -label sale 
at Two Guys in Philadelphia. 

New Store 
A fifth Record And Tape Collector unit 

opened this week in the Parkside Shopping 
Center in Baltimore. The new 1,200 square 
foot store will deal heavily in jazz and soul 
LPs, according to a spokesman for the 
chain. He indicated the possibility of further 
expansion in the Baltimore market, which is 
not overly -retailed and is fairly stable price - 
wise. 

Meanwhile, in the nation's largest and 
most unstable market, New York, Korvettes 
continued its attempt to counter com- 
petitive lowballers, increasing the number 
of advertised $2.99 "Super Specials" from 
10 to 18. 

Prices on advertised specials have been 
rising and falling in New York for months, 
spurred by Jimmy's Music World, who first 
began heavily promoting front-line LPs for 
$2.99-$3.99. 

Korvettes officials were unavailable for 
comment, but a Korvettes store manager 
noted that while he did not know the reason 
behind putting more LPs at $2.99, it ob- 
viously meant more volume for his depart- 
ment. 

Two Guys Sale 
Two Guys, the 60-store/northeast mass 

merchandiser, advertised an all -label sale 
for $3.77 in an insert in Sunday's 
Philadelphia Bulletin. However, head 
record buyer Stuart Treslar said the same 
insert had appeared in several other 
newspapers in New York, Maryland, New 
Jersey and Pennsylvania, and the sale was 
under way at all Two Guys outlets. 

Treslar said the chain, which intends to 
remain "competitive" in records, advertises 
a similar all -label sale about once a month 
and regularly promotes at least one label at 
low sale prices. 

"The $3.77 might seem like a low price in 
Philadelphia or Baltimore," Treslar noted. 
"But in New York, and in certain other parts 
of the northeast, it's not unusual." Treslar 
said the chain buys direct, and is able to 
make a profit on current releases as well as 
on budget and cutout LPs.

noncommittal stance on list price. "I don't 
think the suggested list of a single can go 
much above the $1.29 mark that now exists. 
But, then again, who knows? At stores, they 
try to hold it under a buck. I don't think the 
seven-inch single can go much higher." 

Asked if he anticipated an imminent rise 
in the 45s list price, Montgomery of RCA 
replied, "I would hope not. We were hurt 
with the last price increase in singles, and if 
we go any higher than we are now, it's going 
to hurt again." 

While the list price of 45s may not go up 
in the near future, it appears more likely 
every day the the suggested list on most 
albums may soon be increased to $7.98. 
Several executives saw this as a good omen 
for the future of the single. 

For example, Posner of E/A hypothe- 
sized that "because of the spread between 
some new $7.98 list LPs and the single 
price of 890 to $1.29 being charged in 
stores, we could witness the rebirth of the 
single." Similarly, Campagna of A&M 
believed that "the increase in LP prices by 
some companies is going to make the $1.29 
list price single more attractive. It could 
open up an awful lot of singles volume." Sy 
Warner, national sales manager for London 
Records, predicted, "Now that the album is 
going to $7.98, the single could be a better 
value." 

A theme which cropped up again and 
again in discussions with industry leaders 
about the future of the single was the con- 
tinued importance of radio in selling 
albums. 

"Singles are still the only means of ex- 
posing an album," remarked London of 
Motown. Only if radio moves away from its 
single -oriented playlists, he asserted, 
could the single record conceivably disap- 
pear from the market. "I think it (the single) 
has a long life, but the key is left to radio. If 
they start programming LPs and not 
singles, then there will be no market for 
them." 

David Marshall, national promotion 
manager for Fantasy Records, doubted 
that this would ever happen. "I don't think 
that pop radio is ever going to get away 
from playing singles. It's just too hard and 
complex for what pop radio wants to do to 
be programming album tracks."

Japan Investigates 
Move To Abolish 
`Service Ticket' 
TOKYO -A movement to abolish the so- 
called "service ticket" at the record retailer 
level is under way in Japan. The retail 
prices both of records and tapes in Japan 
are fixed by the agreements between 
record -makers and retailers. These agree- 
ments are based on "the retail price main- 
tenance system" which has been 
acknowledged by law. From the point of 
this legal system, the discounting of list 
price or the issuance of a "service ticket" at 
the retailer level is prohibited. However, 
notwithstanding the legal regulation, dis- 
count sales or the issuance of service 
tickets have been appearing secretly in 
Japan for many years. 

In general, the service ticket is worth a 10 

or 15°% discount of the retail price and 
customers are able to receive a change 
record for seven to ten tickets. Service 
tickets are looked upon as a "public secret" 
in present-day Japan. The Japan Record 
Dealers Union (JRDU) has started a move- 
ment to exterminate these informal and 
long continued customs, to keep "the price 
maintenance system and to build fair com- 
petition among the record retailers." 

The JRDU has asked all branch unions 
under its umbrella to stop the "service 
ticket" altogether, until June of this year. In 

response to the movement sponsored by 
the JRDU, the Osaka branch of JRDU has 
decided to abolish the "service ticket" after 
long, heated discussions. Following the Os- 
aka branch, the Ooita branch of the JRDU 
(Kyushu district) has decided to eliminate 
the service ticket after May of this year. Just 
after the decision of Ooita branch, the 
general branch of Kyushu district and the 
Hokkaido branch have recently held their 
general meeting to abolish the service 
ticket in the near future. 

One of the reasons for some dealer dis- 
sension to the JRDU proposal is the college 
or university corporations which are licen- 
sed by law to sell records and tapes with 
some discounting. Dealers located near or 
around a university are afraid of losing 
some business if the service tickets are 
abolished. In addition, the small scale 
dealers find that service tickets are useful 
to them in competing with the large scale 
dealers or super stores. 

However, Minoru Sasaki, president of 
JRDU, is going forward with his drive and 
he hopes, by patient persuasion, to end the 
service ticket all through Japan by this 
June.

The remaining two Junos going to CBS 
were picked up by Murray McLaughlin as 
Best Country Artist of the Year and by An- 
ton Kuerti for Best Classical Recording (for 
his Beethoven sonata cycle on Acquitaine 
Records, distributed by CBS in Canada). 

Juno Awards are presented each year to 
leading Canadian talent and outstanding 
Canadian recordings, except for the two 
awards for Best Selling International Single 
and Best Selling International Album, 
where artist and/or recording come from 
outside Canada. 

Burton Cummings, who was on hand for 
the Juno Award ceremonies, was also given 
a Gold Single for "Stand Tall" by Terry 
Lynd, president of CBS Records Canada, 
as well as a Platinum LP for his first CBS 
album, "Burton Cummings." 

Earlier in the week Juno Award winner 
McLaughlin was presented with a gold 
record for "Boulevard," as was Lou Rawls 
(who was appearing in Toronto) for his 
You'll Never Find Another Love Like 

Mine."

CBS Canada Wins Israel Slates A 
Five Juno Awards Music Festival For 

Leonard Bernstein 
TEL AVIV - Leonard Bernstein is being 
honored this spring in Israel with a two 
week nation wide festival of his music 
organized by the Israel Philharmonic 
Orchestra. The festival, which begins 
March 29, will continue through both 
Passover and Easter, celebrating the 30th 
anniversary of the conductor's first con- 
certs in Israel. 

Fifteen concerts are being presented 
during the festival, as well as a number of 
special exhibitions and film showings. Per- 
formances are scheduled in Tel Aviv, 
Jerusalem, En Gev on the Sea of Galilee 
(site of the annual Passover Music Festival), 
Haifa, Megido and Kfar Saba. 

The Israel Philharmonic has engaged an 
international roster of musicians and con- 
ductors for six all -Bernstein orchestral con- 
certs, some of which will be conducted by 
the composer. Bernstein's association with 
the Israel Philharmonic began even before 
the State of Israel came into being. In the 
spring of 1947 he made his debut with what 
was then called the Palestine Symphony 
Orchestra conducting his First 
("Jeremiah") Symphony. When he returned 
the following year Bernstein toured with the 
orchestra through an embattled nation, giv- 
ing concerts not only in the cities but also 
for the troops near the front lines. 

Eurovision Song 
Contest Doubtful 
LONDON - At the time of writing, this 
year's Eurovision Song Contest seems 
doomed. The dispute affecting a handful of 
BBC TV's outside broadcast cameramen 
based in London over a regrading issue, 
which already blacked out the "A Song For 
Europe" contest on March 9, has made it 

virtually certain that the final, due to be 
staged at the Wembley Conference Center 
on April 2, will not take place anywhere at 
all. 

The BBC sought an assurance from the 
Association of Broadcasting Staff, the 
cameramen's union, that its members 
would not repeat the blacking out action 
which killed the UK qualifying event, won by 
Lynsey de Paul and Mike Moran with "Rock 
Bottom." The assurance was not forthcom- 
ing, and the BBC informed the European 
Broadcasting Union that an alternative 
venue must be found on short notice, if 

possible on the European mainland. 
France, Germany and Holland were 

thought to be possible substitutes for the 
Wembley location, but hopes faded when 
Holland, the favorite to come to the rescue, 
declined, owing to the Dutch TV techni- 
cians' union refusing to be involved 
because of their BBC colleagues' dispute. 

A total of 18 countries were to compete in 

the Eurovision final this year, which was 
due to be transmitted to an estimated TV 
audience of 500 million in 30 different coun- 
tries, including for the first time the Soviet 
Union. 

British ASCAP 
Awards Presented 
LONDON - ASCAP awards to British 
songwriters and producers were presented 
on March 15 at Copyright House, head- 
quarters of the Performing Rights Society, 
by Lawrie Ross, ASCAP's international 
representative in the UK. 

The awards, made by ASCAP in recogni- 
tion of either 10 weeks on the country 
charts or for an appearance in the first 10 

places of the Top 100 Easy Listening chart 
or Soul chart in either Cash Box or the other 
trade publications, were presented as 
follows:

J. D. Black, program director of KOKY in 
Little Rock, explained that because many 
stations have restricted playlists, "it would 
be very difficult to play both pieces of 
product; therefore the weight of making a 
decision will fall drectly on the PD. In my 
situation I generally will go with the better 
sounding record, as long as it fits my for- 
mat." 

Lynn Tolliver, program director at WJMO 
in Cleveland, added, "I have found the best 
approach to be to simply treat both records 
as one, and let the public decide which is 
better. The public is aware enough to dis- 
tinguish between the two records as a rule, 
unless they are very similar, at which point I 

try to be as fair as possible overall." 
Wanda Ramos, music director at WBLS 

in New York, remarked, "We find the 
pressure created by the record companies 
during a cover battle to be very unfair. At 
times it seems that the record company is 
trying to get into the radio business, which 
creates a very negative air about the entire

situation. We generally treat each cover 
battle as a different situation, in that 
sometimes we may wait to see which song 
edges ahead or simply play the both of 
them. It is very interesting when a black ar- 
tist may cover a very popular pop tune that 
initially did not fit our sound, but when 
redone by the black artist, we are able to 
play it; those cover battles can be good." 

Publishing May Encourage 
In speaking to record company ex- 

ecutives who have recently been involved in 
a cover battle, it is brought out that the 
record company is not always the villain 
who initiates a cover battle. Alan Lott, vice 
president of R&B operations at Buddah 
Records, explained, "The only true winner 
in a cover battle is usually the publishing 
company. Publishing companies can en- 
courage cover battles because when the 
artists fight it out there is more airplay and 
records sold which creates higher royalties 
for the publishing people. As a result of re- 
quests from several programmers, we 
released a single on an artist that had writ- 
ten and produced that same song for 
another group. We were under the impres- 
sion from people at the other company that 
the group would not be releasing that tune 
as a single, but after we released our ver- 
sion, they released theirs, and there we 
were, battling it out. Cover battles certainly 
put programmers in a bad position; with 
pressure received from some companies, 
most seem to adopt a wait and see attitude 
when put in this position." 

Jay Butler, director of R&B operations for 
Playboy Records, related, "Having been on 
both sides of the fence, I am aware that 
pressure from some companies can be un- 
comfortable. I don't agree with putting the 
PD in the middle; I try to secure airplay just 
as vigorously on a cover as I would on any 
other piece of product. But when there is 
heavy company investment, certainly your 
approach can become slightly more 
aggressive. When you feel that your 
product is good, it puts you in a position of 
really getting behind it. Pressure should be 
exerted more in the marketing/mer- 
chandising area, by beefing up in-store dis- 
plays and the like." 

Cecil Holmes, senior vice president of 
Casablanca Records, told CB, "Generally I 

try to come up with the best piece of 
product, and treat it as fairly as I possibly 
can. I would never put down anybody else's 
product, or ask any of my promotion people 
to. If I have the best record, of course I feel I 

should get the airplay; on the other hand if 
they are close in quality, the best avenue 
would probably be to get split airplay and 
let the public decide which is better." 

Smith Dislikes Battles 
Otis Smith, vice president of ABC 

Records, noted, "I do not like cover battles; 
however, when we have made an invest- 
ment in product that happens also to be 
recorded by someone else we will not shy 
away from the situation. We do not start, or 
become involved in a cover battle simply to 
irritate programmers, and simply feel that 
the programmer must do what is best for 
his format. Programmers can solve the 
problem by either playing both or the better 
version. If both are of similar quality, the 
original may be the one you should give 
more consideration to, but I reiterate that 
the PD should simply do what's best for 
him." 

Bunky Sheppard, vice president of 
promotion for Motown Records, declared 
that "there are many factors to be con- 
sidered in handling a cover record. It de- 
pends on the stature of the artist, the op- 
posing company and many other elements. 
It is not our company policy to ever cover 
anybody, but if we are forced into this posi- 
tion, we out -promote and out -sell any other 
company. We view a cover as an infringe- 
ment upon the company and the artist, and 
we act accordingly."
