On Having The Most Performed Song

While there were many awards given out the other night to the top BMI writers
and publishers for 1976, no award is more gratifying than to have the most
performed song of the year. And this past year, that award went to the Larry
Williams song “Let Your Love Flow.” First off, congratulations to Williams,
Loaves and Fishes Music — the publisher, Davis Rosner, and everyone
connected with the song’s worldwide success.

The song was by any definition a big hit. It was number one on the Cash Box
singles chart on May 1, 1976, and was on the chart for 21 weeks. Worldwide, it
was number one in Germany for four weeks, and was in the Cash Box
International Best Sellers chart in many other countries as well. Presently there
are 71 separate versions of the song worldwide.

The record industry tends to regard songwriters and music publishers as
stepchildren in many ways. We are more interested in the performer, the artist
and the record manufacturer’s sales than we sometimes are in the actual creator
of a hit song. And oftentimes, as in the copyright dispute, the music publisher
and record manufacturer wind up on separate sides of the issue.

Similarly, much of the public credit for “Let Your Love Flow” has in the past
gone to the group and the label, as opposed to the writer and music publisher.
The same is true for other situations where the performer of a number one
record was not also its author.

There is a group of individuals in the music business who believe that a hit
song will become a hit no matter which group performs it. They feel that more
credit is due the songwriter who creates the music. And you have to agree that
this viewpoint has some credibility.

We are in no way knocking the artist and manufacturer, whose praises the
industry sings on a consistent basis. We just want to stop and say thank you to
the creative people “behind the scenes” whose names seldom getinto print. And
congratulations to the entire roster of BMI award winners.

LOS ANGELES — In the first major defec-
tion from the recently expanded M.S. Dis-
tributing operation, Fantasy Records has
pulled its line from Salstone in three
markets where M.S. had previously dis-
tributed the label: Chicago. San Francisco
and Denver.

In Denver the Fantasy/Milestone/Pres-
tige line was given to the newly-operational
Western Merchandisers independent dis-
tribution operation. News of the impending
Western Merchandisers indy distributing
operation was exclusively revealed in Cash
Box (May 28).

In Chicago. Fantasy was given to the
recently-opened Progress Records opera-
tion, headed by Joe Simone. In San Fran-
cisco the line was picked up by Pacific
Record & Tape. All of the changes were ef-
fective June 14.

In analyzing the move, David Luchesi.
national sales manager for Fantasy, said,

Fantasy Pulls Its Line From
M.S. Dist. In All 3 Markets

‘M.S. lacked territorial leadership. We had
M.S. in Denver, San Francisco and Chicago
and the main leadership came out of
Chicago. Individual leadership in Denver
and San Francisco seemed to us to be
weaker than if the head distributor execs
were in the various cities.”

Luchesi also said Fantasy “wanted
separate inventories in San Francisco and
Los Angeles,” where Record Merchandis-
ing is their distributor. Fantasy, he added,
disliked the situation where inventories for
both markets were in Los Angeles. where
M.S. also has its warehouse.

Luchesi added. “If you ask me if | was
happy with my relationship with M.S. on a
day-to-day basis my answer would be no.”

Steve Marmaduke of Western Merchan-
disers explained that “Fantasy called Bob
Krug in Denver and said, ‘We're pulling the
line from M.S. and would you be interested
in carrying it.”” Initially, Marmaduke ad-

First Pickwick Strike Ends;
California Walkout Continues

NEW YORK — Employees of Pickwick In-
ternational's central warehouse in Min-
neapolis returned to work June 13 after a
nine-day strike. However, the wildcat strike
against Pickwick by warehousemen in
Burlingame, California continued into its
second week, with no relief in sight.

According to C. Charles Smith, president
and chief operating officer of Pickwick, the
Minneapolis workers settled for “the same
thing we offered them initially.” Officers of
Local 638 of the International Brotherhood
of Teamsters, the employees’ union, were
unavailable for comment. But Henry
Aguirre, president of Teamsters’ Local 860,
which covers the employees at Pickwick’s
Burlingame facility, said he believed that
the Minneapolis warehousemen might
have settled for about 10¢ per hour less
than the company had initially offered.

Meanwhile, representatives of the
Burlingame strike committee, the union
leadership and management delegates
met with a federal mediator onJune 15. Ac-
cording to Aguirre, Pickwick made some
concessions on holidays and other fringe
benefits. Nevertheless, the strikers, who
want higher wages, voted to continue the
strike on the foliowing day.

Smith declared that the company in-
tends to stand by its original wage offer to
the Burlingame workers. However, Aguirre
suggested that Pickwick might change its
mind. “The company told me they're going
to have to stand fast for two or three weeks
and then see what happens. In the mean-
time, | told them, if you have any ideas as far
as the money goes, let ime know. And he
(Smith) said he’s going to discuss it with his

NEW YORK — Record ad lineage increased
noticeably thisweek over last, due primarily
tosuchgeneral merchandisers as J.C. Pen-
ney and Sears gearing up for Father’'s Day
sales and major ad pushes on superstar
LPs by Peter Frampton, Barry Manilow and
the Moody Blues.

However, while lineage rose, prices con-
tinued their generally downward spiral.

Mass Merchandisers More Visible

J. C. Penney advertised, in six surveyed
markets, about a dozen releases, including
the latest LPs by the Climax Blues Band,
Bob Marley and Jeff Beck, for $3.99-$4.29,
and several higher list-priced LPs by Steve
Miller, the Beatles, Helen Reddy, Parlia-
ment, the Moody Blues and Bee Gees for
varying sale prices.

Sears ads wereobserved in Los Angeles,
Detroit and Cleveland, although in the case
of the latter cities, there was anotherreason
to advertise, besides the holiday: rack job-
bers were servicing recently acquired ac-
counts. Thie 10 Detroit Sears units are now
being racked by ABC Record and Tape
Sales (Cash Box, June 18), while Sears’ 11
Cleveland area stores have pacted with
Lieberman Enterprises for their supply of
records and tapes.

David Lieberman, president of the
fast growing rack, said his company had
launched a big printand radio ad campaign
in Cleveland similar to that of ABC in
Detroit. Like the situation in Detroit, Lieber-
man noted that under its former in-house
rack jobber, Serec, Sears in Cleveland had
not established a reputation as a record
retailer. “We're just trying to get them back
into the competitive market,” he explained.

Toward that goal, a new pricing structure

will feature about 10 front-line albums sale-
priced between $3.98 and $4.98, with a
heavier emphasis on high-margin cutouts
and TV packages. The Cleveland market,
however, with its more rigorous price com-
petition and aggressive mass discounters
like Gold Circle and Uncle Bill's, presents a
distinct challenge to Lieberman.

Dennis Sinclair, manager of Lieberman’s
Chicago branch, who is overseeing the new
Cleveland Sears operation, said all the
stores had been refixtured with banners,
posters and in-store tapes added to the
physical environment. Sinclair charac-
terized the operation under Serec as one
that was somewhat uncompetitive price-
wise. Even more crucial, he noted, was the
factthat the stores were unable to keep hot
items in stock.

“I don't think they felt it was worth laying
out that kind of money for sophisticated
computer inventory control,” Sinclair
noted. “We're able to call on each storeona
weekly basis, and that makes a big dif-
ference.”

Lieberman recently opened a Cleveland
warehouse, which will also aid that inven-
tory flow.

ABC, meanwhile, was gratified by a
dramatic one-week 83% sales gain at its
Detroit Sears stores, which officials at-
tributed to heavier advertising, in-store ap-
pearances by artists and deejays, and a
new computerized inventory replenish-
ment system.

New Retail Operation
Opens Outside Atlanta;

Jimmy’s Link Denied

ATLANTA, GA. — A new chain of specialty
catalog mail stores, Turtle Records, will be
expanding rapidly over the coming weeks
in suburban DeKalb County, in Georgia,
about 20 miles outside of Atlanta.

The opening of the first store in Smyrna
last Monday prompted heavy speculation
that Jimmy’s Music World was moving into
the Atlanta metropolitan market, due to the
involvement of Al Levinson with Turtle.
Levinson is the national sales manager of
Sutton Distributors, which owns Jimmy's.

However, according to Joe Martin, buyer
and coordinator of the week-old retailer,
Turtle is 100% owned by Sauls Inc., a nine-
unit Atlanta department store chain ow-
ned by Milton Saul. Levinson is Saul's
nephew, Martin said, and aided his unclein
setting up the new enterprise. “Our only
connection to Sutton Distributors will be
that they will supply us with cutouts,” Martin
explained. “We're a subsidiary of Saul’s.

Opening 2 More

“We'll be opening our second and third
stores in DeKalb County in the next two
weeks,” he added. “All the Turtle stores will
be identical (in layout, pricing, and inven-
tory). . .they'lleach carry about 3,500 titles,
with a sale price of $3.99 (on $6.98
merchandise) and regular shelf prices of a
dollar above that.” Martin stressed that the
stores would not go below that price, even
on grand opening specials.

He noted, however, that a major
similarity between Turtle and the lowball
Jimmy's operation in New York would be a
heavy emphasis on cutout product. "“We'll
be carrying about 660 cutout titles. They'll
fill up a whole wall. It'll look a lot like a
Jimmy’s store.”

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After Losing Promoter Plus The Isley Bros.

NEW YORK — After two successful stadium
dates, the loss of one promoter and the
departure of one major act, the biggest
black music tour in history has regrouped
for a new beginning starting the middle of
July. Perry Jones Productions, based in
Los Angeles, is the new promoter for the
Funk Festival.

The concert tour's new bill includes
definite commitments from Parliament/-
Funkadelic, Rufus featuring Chaka Khan,
Bootsy's Rubber Band, and Fred Wesley
And The Horny Horns, with the probable
addition of the Brothers Johnson, Maze
and Rose Royce. The Isley Brothers.
booked on the original tour, did notplay the
second date in Los Angeles, and left the
tour entirely.

Financial difficulties forced the original
promoter, E&L Productions, to drop the
tour after the Los Angeles Coliseum ap-
pearance on June 4. Reports of the Isleys’
reasons for leaving the tour vary from bill-
ing disputes to a question of advance pay-
ments for the forthcoming shows, but
spokesmen for the artists have verified that
all acts were paid in advance for the Los
Angeles show.

Norman Isley, contacted in New York,
stated that the Funk Festival “was not the
right thing for us to do at the time.” He
allowed that certain problems had come up
at the Los Angeles performance, but felt
that they “were nothing that couldn’t have
been handled eventually.” Isley added that
the Isley Brothers would begin their own
tour in July, promoted by E&L Productions.

Eugene DeWitt of E&L Productions
called the Isley situation “just a big misun-
derstanding about how certain monies
were to be dispensed.” He explained that
the Los Angeles date demanded an ad-
vance payment of nearly $300,000 up front
for all performers. The Isiey Brothers had
been led to expect a payment of $40.000in
addition to their portion of the advance for
the Los Angeles date, which DeWitt had
been unable to meet because the Coliseum
held all revenues from ticket sales back for
one week.

DeWitt called the tour “one of the most
viable new concepts” in live entertainment,
and was not at all bitter to see it pass into
new hands. “I'm not one to stand in the way
of progress.”

Perf. Royalty

Clash As Hearings Continue

WASHINGTON. D.C. — When the June 15
deadline for reply comments on the ques-
tion of performance royalties passed last
week, the Copyright Office had received
some 66 comments — the lion’s share from
individual small or medium market radio
stations — and in them, no surprises.
Asreported (CB, June 18), the Copyright
Office has scheduled hearings on this con-
troversial subject, beginning July 6 in
Arlington, Va., and July 26 in Beverly Hills,
Calif., for three days in both locations.
There are several filings in reply to the
comments reported earlier — urging crea-
tion of performance rights in the case of
RIAA, BMI, the Record and Tape Associa-
tion of America, the Chicago Bar Associa-
tion's Patents and Trade Practices Com-
mittee and F.E.L. Publications (Fellowship
of Spiritually Minded People); opposing
such a royalty in the case of the NAB, ABC.
the North Carolina Association of Broad-
casters. a group of some 235 TV and radio
licensees, and the Amusement and Music
Operators Association (CB, June 11).
Additional Pro- & Con-
Twentieth Century Fox argued in favor of
performance rights, saying the current
over-reliance on rock superstars is not un-
avoidable. “A performance should be
copyrightable so that owners can license its
use for fair compensation. The result will be
the availability of a far wider range of music,

and less emphasis by virtue of less depen-
dence on teen-age rock artists.’

The AFL-CIO unions for professional
employees said, " . . . the establishment of
such a right would end an unjustified form
of discrimination against the creator of
sound recordings .. ." and would resolve
the current legal inconsistencies. “The
broadcast, jukebox and background music
industries ride on the backs” of performing
artists. the comments said, and this should
be righted. The unions undercut the broad-
casters’ arguments this way: “The advent of
inexpensive and easy-to-operate taping
equipment by individuals undermines
whatever validity there may be to the
broadcasters’ argument of increasing
record sales.” (This refers to the long-
standing claim by broadcasters that the
promotional value of airplay. resulting inin-
creased record sales, should leave the
record companies and performers
beholden to radio stations). The AFL-CIO
filing suggested that ASCAP. BMI and
SESAC are good models of mechanisms
for monitoring the use of records, for ob-
taining payment and ensuring equitable
distribution of payments. The unions would
encourage voluntary negotiations between
parties, not compulsory licensing, with the
yet-to-be-appointed Copyright Royalty
Tribunal acting to resolve any impasses.

of the L.A. Coliseum and the tour’s first
venue, Arrowhead Stadium in Kansas City.
Missouri. Russ Klein, director of promo-
tions for the Kansas City Chiefs, which con-
trols the stadium’s bookings, said, “The
crowd was exemplary. We had the largest
attendance at Arrowhead Stadium, and out
of 40,000 people, we may have had trouble
with 50." According to Kiein, the show's
technical problems were the same as those
encountered with most large outdoor con-
certs. “The biggest problem is changeover
time. This show ran longer than it should
have. and that, as a consequence, cost the
promoters money. | think four acts is as
much as should ever be on an outdoor
show.”

Jim Hardy, manager of the Los Angeles
Coliseum, echoed Klein's sentiments,
noting that “there wasn’t any obstreperous
behavior.” Hardy also noted a certain "lack
of organization, but it's a terrific show.”
Both dates were profitable for the stadiums
in which they took place.

Peter Long of Mellow Management,
based in Los Angeles, and responsible for
career direction of the Brothers Johnson,
indicated politive feelings about the dates
and the tour. Regarding the Los Angeles
date. he stated, “No problems at all. We got
our money, and the date was very suc-
cessful. It is a precedent-setting idea.” As
for the future of the tour, Long observed,
“It's a large undertaking, especially finan-
cially. and you have to have avery solid and
competent organization to pull it off.”

Ron Strasner, head of Backstage
Management and manager of Parliament/-
Funkadelic, Bootsy Collins and Fred
Wesley, has been the main organizer of the
Funk Festival. Contacted in Los Angeles, he

Pickwick Retailing Arm Plans Quick Growth;
Management Structure Has Been Revamped

NEW YORK — The Retailing Division of
Pickwick International, which now has 275
units, will total 300 units within a year and
will grow at an annual rate of approximately
10%, according to Scott Young, general
manager of the recently consolidated divi-
sion.

By the end of this summer, nine new
Musicland stores will be opened in the
following cities: Columbia, South Carolina;
Novi, Michigan; Green Bay, Wisconsin;
Roseville, Minnesota; Vancouver,
Washington; Fort Worth, Texas;
Montgomery, Alabama; Laredo, Texas;
and Anderson, Indiana. Some unprofitable
Pickwick outlets will be closed, too, but
their locations have not been revealed.

Consisting of what used to be the Recco
and Musicland divisions, the Retailing Divi-
sion includes 175 Musicland, 39 Discount
and six Aurasound stores, as well as 55
leased departments. This record retailing
operation, the nation’s largest, accounted
for 29% of Pickwick's $262 million in
revenues and 10% of its $9.5 million in net
income for fiscal 1976.

Regional Supervisors

The union of Pickwick's two retail
organizations has required the creation of a
new management structure, which was
recently detailed at a conference of
Pickwick’s retail supervisors in Min-
neapolis. According to Young, the new
allocation of responsibilities should
promote administrative efficiency and per-
mit a greater “localization” of merchandis-
ing plans. Additionally, he said, the
reorganization will prepare the Retailing
Division for its anticipated rapid growth.

Music City Expands In Malls; |
Will Keep Boston Operation

by Ken Terry

NEW YORK — While Boston's price wars
continue to attract national attention, New
England Music City, which has two stores in
the city of Boston, has been quietly ex-
panding its operation into suburban malls
ranging from Rhode lIsland to New
Hampshire.

By the end of this week, Music City will
have opened its seventh unit, in
Mansfield, Connecticut (home of the Un-
iversity of Connecticut) and its eighth unit at
the Weymouth Mall, halfway between
Boston and Cape Cod. A ninth store will be
inaugurated at the Manchester Mall in
Manchester, New Hamsphire at the end of
August. Music City operates other outlets in
Enfield, Connecticut; Lincoln, Rhode Island
and Dedham, Massachusetts.

According to Howard Ring, owner of
Music City, there is no truth in rumors that
he might phase out or sell the chain’s two
stores in Boston (Cash Box, June 18). “I
would not say that we would never close
those stores. But we have no plans to close
them.”

Depressed Prices

Nevertheless, Ring conceded that es-
pecially since the introduction of Straw-
berries, a deep discounter, his Boston
stores have not been as lucrative as they
were several years ago. “We're doing as
much business (as we were then), but we're
not making anywhere near the profit,
because the prices are depressed.”

Currently, Ring said, “Our push is to the
suburbs We haven't opened a store in
Boston in over four years. We like a place
where you don't have to worry about
somebody moving next to you every day.”

Ring has found that, for Music City, mall
stores are a much better investment than
outlets located in downtown urban areas.

Of course, he added, not all mall locations
pan out. “But in general, you're going to do
a certain amount of business basically just
because of the traffic. You don't get all the
business, but if you get enough to make a
decent profit, that’s all that matters.”

In order to compensate for high rents
and other fixed costs involved in a mall
operation, Ring pointed out, Music City's
mall stores must charge more than its
Boston units do. Thus, for example, the
chain’s shelf price for $6.98 list records in
Boston is $5.68, whereas its suburban units
charge $5.99 for the same LPs. However,
this is not muchof adifference compared to
the range of sale prices, which are currently
$3.89 in Boston and $4.99 at Music City’s
mall stores.

Even the Dedham Mall store, located 12
miles outside of Boston, charges higher

Hearings On Payola/Plugola Investigation

by Joanne Ostrow

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The FCC will meet
in closed session June 22 to consider
authorizing the judge in the case to hold
closed-door payola/plugola hearingsin the
future, when he deems it appropriate.

The request for private (in camera) hear-
ings was made by the FCC Broadcast
Bureau to deal with a problem the in-
vestigators have endured throughout the
five months of public hearings — namely,
their access to valuable witnesses is ham-
pered by holding proceedings in full view of
the public and the press. “We've been told
of a number of people,” one FCC attorney
said, referring to agents, promoters and
performers, “who will be willing to talk in
private, behind closed doors.”

“We are going into some different and
perhaps more sensitive areas now,” Broad-
cast Bureau hearing division chief Charles
Kelley said, adding that the focus will now
move away from Washington soul station
WOL(AM). Hearings on allegations of
payola/plugola surrounding WOL have
been in recess for a number of weeks.
Kelley declined to confirm that the hearings
will move to Los Angeles next (although
other FCC lawyers have so stated), saying
only that the investigation will take to the
road in the future.

Speculation Prompted Open Hearings

The payola/plugola inquiry had been
conducted on and off behind ciosed doors
since 1964, and was only opened to public
scrutiny for this most recent round of hear-
ings because, Kelley explained, there was
so much speculation about WOL even

before the hearings started, the FCC felt it
would be advantageous to open the ses-
sions and (through assured press
coverage), bring out anyone who would be
willing to testify. The advance speculation
specifically referred to was a front-page
Washington Post story about WOL, the sta-
tion’s disc jockeys and their DJ Productions
concert promotion firm, and the still un-
solved murder of former WOL dj “Soul
Papa” Campbell.

On the first day of open hearings,
February 16, local promoters William
Washington and Jack Boyle (of Dimensions
Unlimited and Cellar Door Productions,
respectively) requested that the hearings
be held privately. Judge Joseph Stirmer
denied that request and the hearings
proceeded, with testimony from
Washington, Boyle, the WOL dj's, WOL sta-
tion management and parent Sonderling
Broadcasting Co. executives, a former
William Morris agent, Teddy Powell {(major
New York concert promoter), performer Al
Green and Green’s manager.

(Press coverage was predictably heavy
atthe start, with local TV and radio cameras
and microphones much in evidence in the
first week, then fading abruptly. One FCC
attorney complained privately a few
months ago that the only attention the hear-
ings were getting was from the pencil press
— the flash had gone out of the story.)

Few members of the public took advan-
tage of the open hearings after the first
week, and even on the day Al Green took
the stand there was hardly a crowd in atten-
dance (although Green was asked for a
couple of autographs in the corridor out-

side the hearing room).

But at this stage of the investigation, the
hearings appear likely to go into in camera
sessions, although it remains to be seen
whether Judge Stirmer will be authorized
only in specific situations or given broad
powers to close the hearings as he sees fit.

Bee Gee Will Lease
Record Departments

In Three Ex-Masters

NEW YORK — The Modell's Shoppers
World discount chain announced last week
that it had acquired three Masters depart-
ment stores on Long Island. Bee Gee
Merchandisers, Modell's present record
department lessee, will now take over
leased operation of the three Masters
record departments.

Three Others

The three Long lIsland Masters stores
and three other Masters outlets (two in the
New York suburbs, one in Staten Island)
had previously been leased by ABC
Records and Tapes, ABC, however, has
already terminated 13 of its 19 leases, and
plans to eventually pull out of its last six.
Three of those are in Valley Fair stores and
three are in Majors stores. All six are in
metropolitan New York or New Jersey.

Joseph Roschetti, operations manager
for Masters, said the other three former
ABC-leased units will now stock only
cutouts, which will be bought direct from
cutout suppliers. “We're going to start out
with a modest inventory, and see what hap-
pens,” Roschetti said.

As Most Performed In 1976

LOS ANGELES — Citations of Achieve-
ment for the most performed songs in
BMI's 1976 repertoire were awarded to the
132 writers and 79 publishers of 103 songs
licensed for public performance by BMI.

In
addition to the citations, special engraved
glass plagues were presented to Lawrence
Williams, writer, and Loaves and Fishes
Music Company. Inc., publishei of “Let
Your Love Flow,” the most performed BMI
song during 1976.

Barry and Robin Gibb were the top 1976
writer-award winners, each receiving five
awards. The leading publishers, also
receiving five awards each, were Screen
Gems-EMI Music, Inc. and Unichappell
Music, Inc.

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Court Upholds ASCAP
In License Fee Case

NEW YORK — A federal district courtjudge
in New York has upheld the position of the
American Society of Composers, Authors
and Publishers in a petition brought by a
local radio committee seeking a change in
license fee rates.

Judge William Conner recently signed an
order requiring stations in the All-industry
Radio Music License Committee to pay
fees during the ongoing court proceedings
at the previous existing rates. Those rates
were contained in a license agreement that
expired February 28, 1977.

The radio stations had asked the court to
set new license fees at the level of dollar
payments made in 1976, while ASCAP
sought continuation of existing rates
pending final determination of a new agree-
ment commencing March 1, 1977.

The fees payable during the proceeding,
however, are subject to retroactive adjust-
ment when the court determines a final fee
schedule.

Catchy, familiar riffs dot this apartment house love
story in a steady dance beat.

Growling guitars churn out this realistic message with
brief and pointed expression. A mood of evil createdin a
humorous fashion a la Alice Cooper in this single from
“Agents Of Fortune.”

The first release from a new distribution deal, this record finds Rivers covering a
song written by Jack Tempchin, a man who penned a couple of hits for the Eagles.
Rivers delivers the simple tune with conviction, while guitar melodies and
sumptuous strings add dimension. A strong offering for middle ground pop.

THE ELUSIONS (Epic 50402)
I'd Like To Say | Love You (3:36) (Sumac — BMI, Louise
Jack — ASCAP) (Mitchell, Soehner)

A ballad that improves with repeated listenings,
because the vocal and string harmonies add depth to its
simple progression. A bluesy lead vocal and dramatic
use of brass complete this tasty choice for R&B stations.
OHIO PLAYERS (Mercury 73932)
0-H-1-0 (3:07) (Play One/Unichappel — BMI) (Beck,
Williams, Jones, Pierce, Middlebrooks, Satchell. Bon-
ner)

Territorial homage is coming back into fashion, and
the Players have taken the feeling one step further, utiliz-
ing their name in a chanted salute to the home state.

CASEY KELLY (Private Stock 145}
Where You Been (3:18) (Bobby Goldsboro — ASCAP

The chorus is a true memory-clinger in this mixture of
varied pop influences. The beat ranges from rock to
disco, while the string synthesizer adds a soul feeling
offset by a burning blues guitar solo. Wide airplay
possibilities portend well for this record, co-written by
Phil Everly.

BRUCE JOHNSTON (Columbia 10568)
Pipeline (3:47) (Regent — BMI) (Spickard, Carman)

An instrumental selection from the author of “I Write
The Songs” on his debut album. “Going Public.” The
theme is familiar, the beat and arrangement decidedly
disco, but various seaside sounds and calypso-styled
guitar add an original touch.

A story of search from “Elliott Randall's New York,”
this is a poignant story of a lost love which he sings in ef-
fective falsetto.

Sandy Gallin Views Crossover,

Security & Mgmt. Theories

LOS ANGELES — Sandy Gallin is one third
of the management firm of Katz-Gallin-
Cleary, whose clients in the music industry
include the Greg Allman Band, the Amaz-
ing Rhythm Aces, Cher, Mac Davis, Olivia
Newton-John, Donny and Marie Osmond,
The Osmond Brothers, Dolly Parton, along
with others. Gailin came into management
after a nine-year stint with CMA (now ICM).
management company with a large and
diversified clientele must be concerned
with attending to each client's particular
needs in a fashion that will not alienate any
other client. This requires a well-oiled, well-
thought-out machine. When asked how his
management firm handles the situation,
Gallin stated, “Although we have a lot of
clients now, we handle each client differen-
tly, according to his or her respective
needs. For the past four years of the firm’s
eight-year existence, it has been the policy
to sign only one new client per year. The
reason is, to do an adequate job for the
client, ittakes about ayear togetinvolved in
somebody’s head. As a manager you have
to assume and anticipate what that person
wants in life and what he wants creatively.
No two people have the same needs. You,
as a manager, must pace each person’s
career differently.

“One of the most important things in a
management firm is creativity, the planning
of the career, making the right moves at the
right time, and maximizing the dollar with
the least amount of effort on the part of the
performer, all in an effort to sustain a
career. A management firm must pay par-
ticular attention to detail and as a manager,
you must be constantly available to your
clients at almost any time, day or night.

The handling of personalities in a com-
pany with a large roster can often lead to
certain clashes which can be aheadache to
management. Gallin stated that “one of the
smallest problems that we have is with our
clients. Very luckily, we have a very good
relationship with all the clients. We put in
enormous amounts of hours just to
facilitate everyone’'s needs . When a client
first comes to the office, he is very scared
that, because of our other clients, he won't

Artist Viewpoints

LOS ANGELES — To find out how the ar-
tists themselves react to management,
Cash Box spoke with three clients of Katz-
Gallin-Cleary.

Mac Davis, Gallin's first client, has been
with the management firm for eight years.
When asked what he looked for in a
manager, he said, “I look for a manager to
be my spokesman, to be my hatchet man.
He has to be tough whenitis necessary and
be soft when it is necessary. In addition to
being enthusiastic, | want to feel comfor-
table knowing that when | am on the road,
my problems at home are his problems. A
good manager worries just as much about
how | am feeling as he does about seeing
how much work he can get for me.”

Dolly Parton looks for a manager who
“believes in what | am doing, someone who
can dream as big as | can, and | look for
someone who won't just talk about what
they are going to do, but do it. In the past, |
have had a number ¢f problems with peo-
ple who were not considerate of my plans
and whose mind couldn't carry them
beyond the county line. | generally look for
a trusting friend, more than anything else.”

Cher never really had a manager before.
“I have an inborn mistrust of managers of
what | have heard from other performers,
so | really wasn't looking for a manager, |
was really looking for a friend who knew the
area. | can't imagine having anything to do
with a manager who wasn't my friend first.’

get the attention he wants. This is not the
case as we make a point of covering every
detail in an artist's career, right from the in-
ception.”

Besides taking an active role in the ex-
pansion of a client's career, a manager
must be a watchdog, protecting the various
interest of the artist, and shielding him from
faulty business investments. “Some people
may have the idea that | am difficult to get
along with, but one of the reasons why that
might be so is that the only thing we care
about is protecting our clients. Everyone is
out to chisel the client, whether itis in hiring
musicians to play in a band, hiring a lighting
man, or hiring asound man. They all want to
take advantage. Whether it is in hiring the
people who are going to do the clothes, or
dealing with the promoters, they want to get
a better deal than they should. Regardless
of whatitis, you are dealing with many peo-
ple doing different jobs for each of the
clients, and most of them are out to get the
very most they can get and give the very
least. It is our responsibility, when taking
15% of these people’s earnings, to protect
them in every way. We take this aspect of
management very seriously.”

Also involved in the protection arm of
management is the guidance and counsel-
ing concerning the myriad of business
propositions and career moves that follow
success. “Since most of our clients have
been with us for several years, we usually
have a pretty good sense of what is right
and whatis wrong, and what they should do
or should not do. Of course, the final deci-
sion, the ultimate decision is always up to
the artist. They can have something set in
their mind, creatively, or businesswise, and
be very definite about it; if we instinctively
know thatthe concept will not work, oris not
right for the client, we will sit with the.n and
try to show them why they should notdo it.
By the same token, if there is something the
client is afraid to do, if they don’t think they
candoit, orif they believe itmight be wrong
to do, we will try to convince the client to
give it a try. Again, the final decision is
always up to the performer.”

Proper Attention

Once the manager gives proper attention
to his client, developing his career,
protecting the artist from bad business or
career moves, he, along with the artist, may
decide to cross over to another musical
genre in order to expand the audience. The
selection of a cross-over artist is not made
solely on the basis of the artist's desires.
The first thing that Gallin looks for is a
capable singer. Should the singer be a
songwriter also, all the better. Of course,
the artist must want to broaden his career
and he must be capable of appealing to a
broad spectrum of people. The final prere-
quisite is that the artist's personality must
be onethatwillappeal to avaried audience.

The manager must then go to the label
the artist is on and get them to agree that
the artist should have the opportunity to do
a musical statement that transcends genre
boundaries. The manager, after receiving
the go-ahead, must then scrutinize the ar-

in New York. At 4:15 that afternoon, however, a more unique broadcast took place. The
group performed a 45-minute set that was beamed via satellite to France, where it reached
the entire nation live in stereo in the early evening.

Martin Carthy (concertina) has re-joined Steeleye Span as
Bob Johnson and Peter Knight depart. Also joining the group is John Kirkpatrick
(melodeon) . . . Chris Copping will be playing piano with Frankie Miller, not bass as repor-
ted last week. Meanwhile, reports are tlying that drummer B.J. Wilson will leave Procol
Harum to make his fortune here in New York . . . Pakalameredith is nota brand of Tibetan
butter but a new duo whose first album will soon be outon Elektra. Jimmy Pakala sings and
plays keyboards, while Larry Meredith vocalizes and contributes virtuoso violin. They will
be joined by the tull castof Booker T. & The MG's and Little Feat keyboardist Bill Payne on
the album . .. Philip Judd (guitar) and Jonathan Chun (bass) have left New Zealand’s
bizarre rock ensemble Split Enz to be replaced on their respective instruments by Neil
Finn (brother ot lead vocalist Tim) and Nigel Griggs. Anyone who's seen Split Enz will be
wondering what alternate forms of employment Judd and Chun will now be seeking.

THE REAL THING — The queen of gossip columns became a recording artist this week,
not necessarily by her own choice. Murdoch’s angel Farrah Fawcett-Majors recorded a
side in France with vocalist Jean Paul Vignon in 1974 entitled “Toi” or “You.” Never picked
up by a major U.S. label, the single (on Nelson Barry Recordings) is a syrupy love song,
sung in romantic French by him while she echoes in so ftly whispered English.

After their claim was proved
untrue, Pendergrass says that they tried to send him off without returning his money in tull,
a situation which resulted in his being beaten and rendered unable to perform at Madison
Square Garden a few days later . . . Not So Real: Alice Cooper’s former mistress Cynthia
Lang claims that he violated a nine-year-old verbal agreement to support her in style for
lite, even after they split. Claiming to be an “unlicensed spouse,” she’s suing for $7.5 million
in assets and damages, and $90,000 a year for support.

At this point, 42 musicals
carry the credit line, “Music by Richard Rodgers.”

AND MORE — RSO’s Eileen Rothschild, recently named vice president of the
publishing division, has been awarded the 1977 Certiticate of Special Merit Award by the
Print Industry of Metropolitan New York, Inc. for her outstanding contribution in the design
ot press kitfolders . . . Cy Coleman, composerotthe Tony Award-winning show “ Love My
Wite,” will receive a Dea Award from the Dance Educators of America for his contributions
to American musical comedy, television and the concert stage on Sunday July 10 at the
Grand Ballroom of the Waldort-Astoria.

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Network News
From WTUL Tulane

LOS ANGELES — The ABC Radio Network
has pulled its Contemporary Network
newscasts from WTUL/FM, the Tulane Un-
iversity educational station in New Orleans
has been used by WTUL since April 14,
1975 on a complimentary basis. The
network was also installed at commercial
stations WNOE/AM & FM in New Orleans
approximately 18 months ago.

AWTUL increase in power, from 10 watts
to 1500 watts on September 4, 1976, is the
reason behind the network move, although
WTUL management thinks that programm-
ing at the non-commercial rock station has
become too potent for commercial com-
petitors in the market. Consequently, the
Tulane University station thinks a WNOE
complaint to ABC was motivated by ratings,
rather than by actual conflict of interest,
and is intended to disrupt WTUL opera-
tions.

Not Notified

WNOE station manager Eric Andersen
denies that anything other than the ex-
clusivity of an ABC contract was the reason
for his complaint. "'l happened to be listen-
ing to WTUL and heard them using the
news that our stations use,” explained An-
dersen, “so | called the Contemporary
Network and asked then what was going
on. | protested that we had an agreement,
and they gave WTUL a month’s notice.” An-
dersen told Cash Box that he was not
notified that another station in the New
Orieans market was using the Contem-
porary service when he subscribed.

Previously Closed Clrcuit

ABC spokesmen stated that the change
from a closed circuit campus station to an
“open FM programmer” resulted in the
WTUL service termination. According to
ABC files, WTUL had previously operated
as a closed circuit station. The network
spokesman explained that uniess thereisa
programming conflict with a local sub-
scriber, no action is usually taken. The ABC
source added that if the station were to go
back to on-campus operation exclusively,
the service could be restored.

ABC originally charged WTUL with illegal
use of the service, according to station
manager Mike Longman. After Longman

Seldom have we been so impressed with a pianist as we have
been by Tete Montoliu. A blind Spaniard in his mid-40s, Mon-
toliu is generally unknown in the U.S. but he is a world class jazz
musician. This is solo piano with half the album consisting of
Montoliu originals and the other half well known standards. The
pianist has been featured on a number of important Inner City
LPs and thus will become better known shortly. His talent de-

mands recognition.

JFK STADIUM, PHILADELPHIA — Peter
Frampton displayed all the reasons for his
phenomenal popularity as he successfully
debuted his new act for this summer’s
North American tour.

From his first leap onto the stage,
Frampton made clear he came to please,
and interact with, his huge audience, es-
timated at over 100,000 people. He set the
theme of the concert with the opening
acoustical song, "By Your Side,” a tender,
pleading number with lyrics suggesting that
the desires of two yearning lovers will soon
be fulfilled. By the end of the concert, which
closed with Frampton’s new single “I'm In
You,” it was more than obvious that the two
symbolic lovers had indeed been fulfilled.

The affair didn't take long to consum-
mate. By the third song, “Something’s Hap-
pening,” the crowd was clapping along to
the steady beat of the familiar rocker. In ap-
preciation, Frampton peeled off stinging
guitar licks which flew out from the frenzied
energy generated by his talented band.

Yet for all his virtuoso talent on the guitar,
Frampton concentrated on his role as a

visual entertainer. Jumping and gyrating
about on stage in his trademark gold-lame
barechested jumpsuit, Frampton created a
continual blur of whirling motion. Even
while standing still, Frampton would wave
his arms over his head and exhort the
crowd to participate by clapping, and in one
instance, to sing along with the weil-known
Frampton anthems.

The audience responded enthusiastic-
ally, and Frampton proceeded to inject a
fresh exuberance into standards like
“Show Me The Way” and "Do You Fee!” that
accentuated their upbeat and optimistic
quality. Not only did the forceful rhythms
from the multi-platinum “Frampton Comes
Alive’” album sway the crowd, but
Frampton’s voice managed to project a
clear and sensual tone of sincerity.

Frampton’s true challenge of the after-
noon, however, was met and conquered by
successful and well-received renditions of
songs from his new “I'm In You" album, es-
pecially “Tried To Love.”

Billy Joel

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC — Billy Joel is often
numbered among superstars in the rough.
The opening night of his sold-out three-
night engagement at this hall, however, in-
cluded all the trappings of full-blown star-
dom. A large and well-rehearsed orchestra
of strings, woodwinds and brass twisted
and turned through complicated arrange-
ments with barely a hitch. Before an
audience of devotees from the areas he of-
ten sings about, New York City and the
Long Island suburbs, Joel could introduce
many songs to cheers of delighted recogni-
tion. Many encores passed before they
were satisfied enough to let him exit the
stage.

Joel has always geared his writing
toward a big sound, and this performance
brought his music into its own in a way that
club dates never could. The lavishness of
“I've Loved These Days” was more sensible
with a large scale orchestration, as was the
big city blues feeling of one of Joel's better
lyrics “New York State Of Mind.” One of the
flashiest numbers was "The Ballad Of Billy
The Kid,” inwhich his touring group and the
full orchestra galloped and braked through
complicated syncopation with pinpoint ac-
curacy. Joel was not about to depend on
the special effects, however. His own four-
piece group delivered a version of “The En-
tertainer” that bounced with the rhythms of
an acoustical guitar, while, the set’s closing

Flora Purim/Clover
THE ROXY, L.A. — Flora Purim played a
fast-paced wild set at the Roxy, after
husband Airto Moreira led off with two up
tempo numbers in which he demonstrated
that the evening would be torrid and tem-
pestuous.

Purim’s style is an amalgam of numerous
influences from her native Brazil, and is a
form that is difficult to pigeonhole. She
takes many types of music (rock, jazz,
bossa nova and other Latin forms) and
mixes them in her own fashion, and the
result, as demonstrated in performance, is
awild brew. Although much of her recorded
repertoire is soft and ballad-like, her Roxy
date was entirely a collection of quick-
paced tunes, save for one number.

While the fast pace did not allow her
voice to surface as subtly as one might
wish, she ably demonrstrated an almost
overwhelming abitity to deal with a number
of live performance crises. Trombonist
Raul de Sousa was almost an hour late,
and she led the new (4'2 month) band
through a series of selections without his
part being played. When audio difficulties
surfaced, she quickly quelied them. The
only complaint remaining was the overly
loud band itself, which frequently

performance under contiol. Perhaps his
biggest problem is that with the exception
of “Captain Jack” and other exceptional
numbers, the characters and images ex-
plored in his songs don’t evoke emotions
that the large majority of pop listeners can
feel. Joel is still up against that barrier
which another big hit single could easily
break wide open.

Zeppelin Plays At The Garden

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC — The
cheers and fireworks were deafening as
Led Zeppelin's sold-out six-concert
engagement got off to an explosive start
here. Newer “heavy metal”’ rock bands
have been racking up impressive atten-
dances and grosses inrecent years, but few
in operation today can match the crowd im-
pact of these nine-year veterans of the
large scale concert tour.

Zeppelin's main strength is still the skill
of its individual musicians, notably lead
guitarist and mentor Jimmy Page. His ver-
satility was demonstrated by facile finger-
picking on the twelve-stringed electric for
“The Song Remains The Same,” as well as
tasteful acoustic backing of Robert Plant’s
lead vocal on “Going To California,” part of
an acoustical set that included the very un-
usual ‘“‘Battle For Evermore” from the
band'’s third album.

John Paul Jones is a jack of all trades,
playing a solid, reserved bass in addition to
various keyboards, strings and bass
pedals. His feature of the evening was the
dreamy "No Quarter,” for which he played
synthesized piano in the midst of the effec-
tive dry-ice fog. The concert's major energy
contributor was drummer John Bonham,

who specialized in imaginative embellish-
ment and occasional telepathic explora-
tions of rhythmic chaos with Page.

Special lighting effects included a
pyramid of green lasers surrounding a
solitary Page, and directed spots which
gave Plant the look of a blue elf with flaming
golden hair at the outset of the three-hour
set's close, “Stairway To Heaven.” The
show was not without its weak points,
however. The sound was completely un-
batanced for the first twenty minutes,
creating avery disturbing distortion at high
volume. Once the mix was clear, there were
additional slow spots, especially lengthy,
self-indulgent solos by Page and Bonham.
The group sometimes seemed to be going
through its paces rather than giving itself to
the audience.

Led Zeppelin is bent on becoming one of
the world’s longest-lived rock groups.
However, they conspicuously avoided
older material, in even leaving out the
classic “Dazed And Confused.” Sticking to
the current albums will keep Zeppelin fresh
with the younger crowd, even at the risk of
losing the ‘*grandparents,” as Plant
humorously referred to us.

that they have no intention of relinquishing
their title as the premier exponents of rock-
infused jazz. Concentrating on material
from their last three albums, (Mysterious
Traveller, Black Market and the latest,
Heavy Weather), the group played a well
paced hour-and-a-half set that left the
audience completely mesmerized.

The music proceeds as a series of short
jazz-backed themes — heightened
and intensifed by pauses, slyly repeated
riffs, the rhythm section dropping out
momentarily as the melody shifts abruptly.
The underlying energy, of course, comes
from rock; and the result transcends the
boundaries of contemporary styles.

Zawinul's keyboards and “sizers” make
Shorter’s saxophones sound as if they are
backed by a big band, while Jaco Pastorius’
electric bass dominates a cookin' rhythm
section that also includes Latin per-
cussionists Alejandro Acuna and Manolo
Badrena. The band is a veritable cor-
nucopia of exotic sounds: African and Latin
American rhythms, Middle Eastern folk
melodies, American jazz and rock & roll.

Each of the players responded in spades
when left alone on stage to exhibit his in-
dividual virtuosity. Wearing a red baseball
cap emblazoned with a white “P,” Pastorius
drew the loudest ovation for his unconven-
tional approach to the bass guitar and har-
monic sleights of hand.

“Birdland,” Heavy Weather’s opening
track and a real smoker, was an astute
choice for an encore.

Z.Z. Top/Elvin Bishop

THE FORUM, L.A. — Z.Z. Top, at first
glance, doesn’'t seem to be the type of
group that makes for good listening.
Guitarist Billy Gibbons and bass player
Dusty Hill are not your archetypal rockers:
they are not lean, or especially subtle in
word or manner, and with the addition of
Frank Beard on drums, they have only three
members in the band. Butfirstimpressions
canbedeceiving, and to judge this band on
some imagined ideal is to miss the point of
their music.

Here is a group that is an extension of
Texas-style country music, that plays its
country/rock mix in a straightforward no-
holds-barred manner, and speaks very ef-
fectively to a young and restless audience.
While their themes are simple (you'llfind no
poetic pretension or highbrow hype here),
they are, onthe bottomline, honest. The hot

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WSM B’cast Group Reveals
Top Management Changes

NASHVILLE — E. W. (Bud) Wendell, who
has served as general manager of the
Grand Ole Opry and the Opryland USA
amusement park here since 1974, has been
named president and chief executive of-
ficer of WSM, Inc., which owns the Opry,
Opryland and WSM Television and Radio.

He succeeds Irving C. Waugh, president
of WSM, Inc. since 1968, who will retire
December 31 after a 40-year broadcasting
career. Waugh is credited with initiating the
Friday Night Opry in the Opry performance
schedule, the annual Opry Anniversary
Celebration in October, the concept of
Opryland USA and the International Coun-
try Music Fan Fair held annually in June.

It was also announced that J. Thomas
Griscom, vice-president of WSM Televsion,
has been named vice-president of broad-
casting for WSM, Inc. Both promotions will
take effect January 1, 1978, according to
William C. Weaver, chairman of WSM, Inc.,
who made the announcement.

Weaver himself will be succeeded by R.
L. Wagner, president of Nashville’'s NLT
Corp. (which owns WSM, Inc.), who
becomes chairman of WSM, Inc. on
Novemiber 1.

Wendell, 49, will continue to manage the
Grand Ole Opry and Opryland as well asthe
615-room Opryland Hotel, now under con-
struction, the announcement said.

“l am very honored to assume a
presidency with such a long and dis-
tinguished background,” Weaver told Cash
Box, “and particularly the presidency of
one of the most unique broadcasting
properties in the world.”

Griscom, 50, will be responsible for all
radio and television broadcasting as well as
Opryland Productions, and will report to
Wendell.

Sources at the station have indicated that
Opryland Productions, which operates a
television production studio in the Grand
Ole Opry house, is seeking additional
business. And Griscom told Cash Box that
he will be putting considerable effort into
bringing more television production to
Nashville. Currently, Opryland Produc-
tions' business is weighted toward
providing production facilities for syn-
dicated country music television shows.

Waugh, who succeeded Jack DeWitt as
presidentin 1968, has notformally announ-
ced his future plans, but is expected to
become involved in television production,
including the creation of specials involving
Nashville talent.

He began his career with WSM as aradio
announcer in 1941. As an overseas
correspondent for NBC radio during Worid
War Il, he became the first announcer to
broadcast from Japanese soil after the in-
vasion by U.S. forces.

’77 Fan Fair Week Is Capped
By Record Crowds, Spending

NASHVILLE — Fan Fair, which has more
than doubled in size since its beginning six
years ago, saw a new attendancerecord es-
tablished this year as over 13,000
enthusiastic fans from the U.S. and ten
foreign countries flocked to Nashville June
6-12. The previous record of 12,600 was set
at last year's event.

Accarding to Chamber of Commerce
figures, the 1977 fair pumped $1.6 million
into the Nashville economy, with each
registrant spending an estimated $125.

Exhibitors’ booths, which were crammed
into the upper levels of the Municipal
Auditosium for the first time this year, in-
creased about 20% over last year — from
200 to 241. Under the sweltering outdoor
lunch tent, the indefatigible Chuck Wagon
Gang from Odessa, Texas served around
11,000 lunches each day.

History-Making Event

A history-making event at this year's Fan
Fair was Saturday’s Reunion Show, which
gathered together over 200 country music
pioneers. The '77 show was a tribute to
legendary guitar innovator Merle Travis,
and, for the first time in history, the man
who taught Travis to play guitar, Mose
Rager, performed on stage with Travis and
Chet Atkins, the world-reknowned guitarist
Travis greatly influenced.

Recently retired Grand Ole Opry an-
nouncer Grant Turner emceed the 36-act
Reunicn Show, which was highlighted by
the fiddling of spry Sid Harkreader, who ap-
pearec on the first Grand Ole Opry broad-
cast with Uncle Dave Macon.

The seven-act International Show, host-
ed by Charley Pride, was also a big crowd
favorite, with the CMA's Ray Pradines
declaring that several acts on the show
could be “smash hits here.”

Fan Fair itself, which is co-sponsored by
the CMA and the Grand Ole Opry, is nota
money-making venture. But amidst all the
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free posters, pictures, flyers and auto-
graphs given away, there was a good deal
of buying and selling going on in the
carnival-like atmosphere. No selling of
food, beverages, records or tapes is
allowed from exhibitors’ booths, but
authorized concessionaires, who donate a
percentage of their profits to Fan Fair, were
doing a booming business.

At the Fan Fair Record Shop, for exam-
ple, Larry Humphrey, treasurer of Music
City Record Distributors, which runs the
shop, said that they grossed $15,000 last
year and expected to do $18-20,000 this
year. The shop stocks records of every act
that appears on Fan Fair, and a hot perfor-
mance upstairs by even a medium-grade
artist can generate sales of up to 200 pieces
downstairs, Humphrey revealed.

James D. Scott, owner of Scott Sales,
which runs the souvenir shop, said he ex-
pected a volume about like last year, in the
neighborhood of $20,000. The hot dog and
soft drink concession is run by the
Municipal Auditorium.

NASHVILLE — The first video tape presen-
tation exclusively designed for, and shown
at Fan Fair was screened this year in RCA’s
most elaborate booth to date.

Shown simultaneously on two 23-inch
television screens mounted on 10-foot
pillars at each end of the RCA booth, the
film included footage on more than 25 RCA
Nashville-based acts.

Paul Randall, manager of press and ar-
tist relations for RCA Nashville and co-
producer of the film, has been collecting
film clips for the 45-minute film for over a
year. Randall conceived the idea about
three years ago, based on the fact that
“television is coming to the record
business. Video discs are on the way, and
soon promo men may be carrying video
presentations along with records. " Heavy
TV exposure of RCA acts over the past two
years made the film particularly feasible
this year, he said.

Rare Clips

The video tape, which had material from
over 70 sources and required 147 edits,
was made up primarily of footage from syn-
dicated country music television shows. It
also included a rare black and white TV clip

in-store display materials, to local Pickwick
branches and district supervisors. Finally,
LRB will make in-store appearances at
Musicland in Kansas City, St. Louis and
Nashville.

For their part, the Musicland outlets are
stocking larger quantities of the album than
normal for an LP by a relatively new band.
They are also placing the LRB displays in
prominent positions.

“We're going to work them (the stores)
hard, and see if we can make an album like
that really come through,” commented
Scott Young, general manager of the
Retailing Division.

‘Powerful Impact’

Young noted that, as a result of combin-
ing the Musicland and Recco chains into
one division, Pickwick can now run more
extensive promotions than before with
record manufacturers. “With 275 stores,
the impact would be so powerful if we wan-
ted to exert it that way. No one else has
more than 80 stores or s0.”

Even the next largest chains, such as
Record Bar and the Wherehouse, Young
pointed out, are regional rather than
national record retailers. Therefore, he
said, Pickwick is in a unique position to
work with record companies on certain
projects.

prices than Music City’s Boston outlets do.
Fortunately for that unit, though, its
customers are evidently willing to pay the
extra cost. In Dedham, Ring noted, “we're
right across the street from Lechmere,
we're in a mall with Bradley's, and we still do
a very good business.”

Lowballing Hurts Business

Within Boston, Music City's competitors
usually run sales at between $3.69 and
$3.99, a range that includes Music City's
sale price. The shelf prices at other area
retail stores, however, are generally lower
than Music City’s. For example, the every-
day LP price at Harvard Coop is $4.99; at
Lechmere, it is $4.88.

Ring stated that he will continue to match
his competitors’ sale prices, but will not
reduce his shelf price. “We don’'t match
them on that because we feel we're the best
catalog store in the city,” he explained.

Eventually, though, he added, continued
lowballing is bound to limit the amount of
catalog which record retailers can carry.
“When you're making 38% as a specialty
operation on an inventory of that scope
dealing in ones and twos, that's really not
what you'd call a legitimate margin for a
specialty store. Sam Goody, for example,
can't sell all his records for $3.89 and make
a profit. If Jimmy's (Music World) wants to
carry 200 titles and sell them for those
prices, that's another story. That kind of
pricing will destroy the business, because
the manufacturer will have no place to go.”

LOS ANGELES — “The truth shall set you
free.” Jack “The Rapper” Gibson said at the
first session of the Family Affair Convention
in Atlanta, Georiga, setting the stage for all
that was to follow.“If you've got something
inside you and let it stay there, you're
doomed,” he said, completing his remarks
and introducing Joe Howard of Houston
and Joe Medlin of New York, who would be
moderators for the sessions.
What’s On Your Mind

The opening session of “Family Affair,”
held June 10 at the Colony Square Hotel,
was an open forum. In a heated. emotional
rap session, the throng of record and radio
representatives unburdened themseives
as they directed their remarks to those
topics and conditions which they felt were
workirg against afluid progression of black
people in both industries.

It was quickly suggested that black radio
statiors, no matter what the format — R&B,
progressive, jazz — play more gospel and
blues records. The two musical forms were
unanimously considered to be the roots,
not only of all black music, but also of
American music. They agreed that the two
forms should be preserved and given their
proper due.

Following the lead of the “What's on your
mind’ platform of the session. radio people
proposed that product from record com-
panies who were not supportive of black
publications by way of advertising, be
boycotted.

Though some agreed that the proposal
had merit, others challenged theidea. Dave
Clark, in special markets with TK Records
after having spent40years in therecordin-
dustry, asked, “How can a disc jockey in
Greenville, Mississippi boycott anything?
His hat will follow him out of that joint. How
can a cat that's a promotion man with a
record company walk up and say, ‘They're
not buying time with a black publication or
with black radio stations and I'm going to
tell the man that he's got to buy time.’ The
man will tell him to go buy some time in the
welfare department.”

Clark reiterated suggestions thataunion
of some kind be organized to provide those
services sorely lacking in the black radio
and record industry — job protection. in-
surance funds and retirement plans.

Steps Towards Organization

It was then decided that it was time to
take the first step towards organization. A
committee of twelve was appointed to draw
up a plan for movement to be discussed at
the 2nd session of Family Affair scheduled
for June 11. Ed Wright, president of Global
Entertainment Industries, inc., was elected
spokesman for the planning committee.
Also appointed were Novella Smith, Bunky
Sheppard, Mel Davis, Dr. John Cashin, Jr.,
Margaret Nash, Delta Ashby, Buddy Lowe,
Kenny Gamble, Joseph Rose. Mother
Frances and George Ware.

The committee met twice before the 2nd

session and out of their meetings came 4
proposals which were presented to the
main body of conventioneers by Ed Wright.

Those proposals were:

1) We propose a theme of unity in all
levels of black music.

2) We propose that as agroup we should
support the National Association of Televi-
sion and Radio Announcers (NATRA), Sid-
ney Miller's Black Radio Exclusive and An-
nual Conference, and Jack “The Rapper”
Gibson's newsletter and “Family Affair”
convention with the intention of saving
black music in America.

3) We propose that Novella Smith be ap-
pointed liaison person for the funneling of
jobinformation from radio and record com-
pany execs and decision makers to Black
Radio Exclusive, Jack “The Rapper’s’ new-
sletter and any other concerned com-
munications media.

4) Finally. we recommend that each of
the proposals be introduced and
broadened at the NATRA Convention in
August.

The 4 proposals were accepted by the
body of radio and record people as the first
steps towards strengthening their positions
in the industry and advancing the cause of

black music and communications.

Al Bell, ICA’s chairman of the board, took
to the stage closing night of the Family Af-
fair and, during the course of what was
more a sermon than a speech, dramatically
exhorted the 300-plus industry represen-
tatives in attendance ““to come together.”

“We ain't got nobody but us,” Bell en-
toned intensely. “It's coming together time.
We've got to put God first anc love one
another.”

During the long address Bell echoed
much of what had been said throughout the
convention. He insisted that black execs
help other blacks in the industry and make
the majors see that black music is an
economic force that has not reaped its just
rewards.

In closing, Bell directed his remarks to
Reverend Jesse Jackson of Operation
PUSH and Benjamin Hooks, FCC com-
missioner and designated NAACP head,
neither of whom were present.

In responding to Jackson's crusade
against sex-oriented lyrics, Bell said, “At-
tack the disease, Jesse., not just one

symptom, then you will aid us in saving our
children and our music.

“The position Jesse Jackson is asking us
to subscribe to,” Bell continued, “‘is causing
us to destroy that which he suggests we
preserve the future of our children.
Their forty acres and their mule.”

Bell called upon Hooks to “make a giant
step in the advancement of colored people
by causing the FCC to cease investigating
payola practices and start investigating
programming policies and hiring practices
at radio stations and TV stations.”

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Bally To Begin Rennovation
Of Atlantic City Hotel, Casino

CHICAGO — Bally Manufacturing Corp.
has completed its acquisition of the
Mariborough-Blenheim Hotel property in
Atlantic City, N.J., and the company’s
rebuilding program for the operation of a
hotel-casino complex will get underway
shortly, according to an announcement by
William T. O'Donnell, president of Bally.

The entire operation will be under the
direct supervision of William S. Wein-
berger, formerly president of Caesar's
Palace in Las Vegas, who recently was
named president and chief operating of-
ficer of Bally's New Jersey subsidiary.

In making the announcement, O’'Donnell

said the form of the transaction had been
revised from that previously announced.
The definitive agreement provides that the
100% Bally-owned subsidiary will acquire a
long-term ground lease for the entire
premises.

Bally will be responsible for the
reconstruction of the hotel-casino facility. It
is estimated that the cost of the project
will exceed $50 million. The casino complex
is expected tobein operationinlate 1978 or
early 1979.

The transaction is subject to the obtain-
ing of all required regulatory approvals and
licenses.

Fast Food & Coin-Op Games

SUNNYVALE, CA. — Atari. Inc., 2 manufac-
turer of coin-operated video games since
1972, recently expanded its operation toin-
clude the fast food business. Combining a
high quality pizza restaurant with
computer-animated performing characters
and game rooms, the Pizza Time Theater is
another leisure time innovation from the
company that Pong built.

A prototype restaurant opened in San
Jose, Calif. on May 16, with Mayor Jane
Gray Hayes and other community leaders
on hand for the festivities. In addition to
sampling a wide variety of pizza and
sandwiches, the dignitaries were enter-
tained by a hilarious cast of 48-inch three-
dimensional characters gesturing wildly in
gilt frames above the dining area. “Chuck
E. Cheese.” his straight man, “Crusty” the
cat, “Jasper T. Jowls,” the hillbilly dog, and
“The Warblettes,” soul singing magpies,
performed skits, jokes and songs together
with “Pasqually,” the ltalian-opera-singing-
chef. Patrons were greeted by an employee
dressed as Chuck E. Cheese.

‘In Pizza We Trust’

Included in the 5,000-square-foot facility
are over 30 video, pinball, foosball and air
hockey games set up in controlled room
environments surrounding the dining area.
For instance, patrons can test their skill on
Breakout, Tank and Dominoes in three
unigue pizza game booths. All the games
have been adjusted to accept either coins
or special “In Pizza We Trust” tokens; and
free tokens are given away with food orders
and on special occasions, such as birth-
days and anniversaries, to encourage
game play. To preserve the atmosphere of
family entertainment, controls have been
established to assure that the games are
limited to restaurant patrons only.

The Pizza Time Theater concept is being
developed and operated by Atari's
Restaurant Operating Division. In an inter-
view with Cash Box, general manager Gene
Landrum explained that the firm’s entrance
into the fast food market is a logical move.
Noting that the eating out habits of
American’s have been increasing steadily
year after year, he said “the projections are
that by 1980, 50% of the meals will be eaten
outside of the home.” But, why pizza? “The
demographics of who eats pizza show a
high correlation to those who play games.
And also, in the minds of the general public,
pizza has a reputation as a fun food. We're
in the leisure-time fun business, so the two
products (coin-operated amusement

games and prepared food) are not as
diverse as you might think."”

Landrum stressed that further refine-

A Strawberries spokesman said the ad
had sparked limited activity on the new
album “Even In The Quietest Moments”
and on the rest of the catalog.

Hines
explained that even at $2.49, the budget
product allows aretailer like Korvettes, who
is severely strapped for margin on regular
goods, to make a solid profit. Since much of
the $4.98 product is still fairly “hot,” (in-
cluding albums by Tom Jones, Engelbert
Humperdinck, George Benson and
Maynard Ferguson), the $2.49-$2.99 sale
allows the retailer to enhance his low-price
image, added Hines.

Superstar Sale

Sam Goody stores in New York and
Philadelphia have instituted another
special promotion (in addition to their re-
cent “buy 'em and try 'em” campaign). This
week all $6.98 list LPs by Pink Floyd, Cat
Stevens, Kiss, Bad Company, Dan
Fogelberg and ELP were advertised for
$3.89, with $7.98 list LPs by those artists
selling for $4.89.

Harry Palmer, vice presidentin charge of
special promotions for the 27-store chain,
explained that the “superstar specials”
give Goody “an alternative to the all-label
sale” as a means of boosting catalog

“We reactivate those catalogs very
strongty for this kind of promotion,” Palmer
said. “It's had a definite effect on sales.”

Palmer reported that in the 10
Philadelphia Goody outlets, returns on the
10 “buy ’em and try’em” specials (offering
money-back guarantees after an ‘audition-
ing’ at home) were running about 30%,
which he felt was a reasonable percentage
on a promotion of that nature. Goody plans
to select about 10 LPs each month forinclu-
sion in that campaign.

tist’s entire show, her personal ap-
pearances, even her band. If necessary,
Gallin stated that these elements must be
changed and coordinated to achieve a
broader audience appeal. The next step ac-
cording to Gallin would be to book the artist
in places not generally associated with the
style of music the artist was previously in-
volved in. For example, a country artist
making the expansion into pop might play
the Bottom Line in New York, The Roxy in
Los Angeles, or The Boarding House in San
Francisco. Another avenue to explore
would be to avoid placing the artistin aclub
where “everyone” plays, trying instead to
get into a much bigger or more exciting
room. Gallin believes this motivates the ar-
tist, yielding, more often than not, a better
performance.

“Naturally, the final goal is to get on the
pop charts. You have to do a lot of promo-
tion on the record as well as having the
label's promotion staff work on it. You may
want to hireindependent promotion men or
marketing consultants, all in conjunction
with the label. We will then do everything we
possibly can to get radio play. We will send
the artist on a myriad of personal ap-
pearances, tours and performances, all in
an effort to reach everyone. The key is, you
want to make as many people as you can
aware that the artist is in town. You coor-
dinate press, radio, print copy, and record
store displays. If everything is done, the
cross-over has occurred.”

CashBoxInternational
Injunction Granted Against

Tomita’s Version Of “Planets”

LONDON — High Court action by Imogen
Holst, daughter of composer Gustav Holst,
has resulted in an interim injunction being
granted against RCA regarding Japanese
artist Tomita's electronic version of Holst's
“The Planets” suite.

Justice Oliver made the injunction effec-
tive until the trial of a copyright action being
brought by G & | Holst Ltd., owners of “The
Planets” copyright. The injunction restrains
RCA. its servants and agents from
manufacturing or selling, authorizing the
manufacture or selling, or otherwise in-
fringing the copyright of “The Planets” until
trial.

Produced Despite Objections

The court was told that RCA had
produced 40,000 copies of the Tomita disk,
plus 6,000 cassettes despite objections by

Ms. Holst. The LP charted at 47 in the UK.
Justice Oliver expressed his agreement
with Holst's contention that the Tomita ver-
sion is one “which vulgarises and mutilates
her father's work” and added that she
deeply regretted that permission was given
to reproduce the recording in the U.S.A.
and Japan, through an oversight. The in-
junction did not prevent RCA from continu-
ing to sell the Tomita album in those two
territories. |
G & | Holst has issued a writ against RCA
claiming a permanent injunction, damages
for infringement of copyright and conver-
sion, or alternatively, an account of profits
and delivery up of the offending material. It
claims that no license was ever given to
make an arrangement of “The Planets,” to
record it, make a record of it or sell it.

The
survey has already been started in the area
of New York, New Jersey and Connecticut.
It is being monitored by Lingua Franca, a
language school in New York thatis also in-
terested in the broader cultural and artistic
aspects of the Spanish language.

Demarco has started releasing classical
music. and has also items in the regional
music and pop fields.

CBS' general manager Hecio Cuomo
reported to Cash Box that his diskery has
obtained very strong sales with the “Teen
Tops' Greatest Hits" album, recorded
nearly twenty years ago by the Mexican
rock and roll group that marked the start of
r&r in the Latin markets in Spanish.

market radio stations filed individual letters
to the Copyright Office, urging the Register
to drop the idea and all expressing similar
sentiments. As one said, “If things were to
be done justly, the performers should be
paying us to play their records.” Jon
Baumgarten, general counsel, suggested
the NAB had orchestrated the letter-writing
campaign (this was not confirmed, but at
the NAB convention, a large assembly
cheered the proposal that stations act “so
that ASCAP will recognize that itis a united,
and not a fragmented industry, thatit has to
reckon with.” Presumably, NAB members
would be asked to act in concert on the
question of performance rights comments
as well).

An argument in favor of the proposed
performance royalties was submitted by ar-
tist Woody Herman, speaking from per-
sonal experience. Broadcasters get a
royalty from cable TV operators who pick
up their signal, Herman said, so the same
principle should apply to broadcasters
playing records: they should have to com-
pensate the performer.

Hal C. Davis, president of the American
Federation of Musicians, submitted that
. .the same broadcasters who use 75% of
their air time playing music do not hire a
single musician and do not pay one cent for
the musician's work which they exploit.”
The AFM believes a compulsory license
system would work and would be relatively
easy to implement. The Copyright Royality
Tribunal should be the arbiter in setting
rates, Davis said.

The American Federation of Television
and Radio Artists (AFTRA) takes a similarly
pro- stand. It agrees that a performance

royalty should be split 50-50 by performers
and recording companies (and split evenly
among performers on a particular
recording), and likewise recommends a
system like ASCAP, BMI and SESAC to
oversee the process of collection and dis-
tribution of fees.

The National Endowment for the Arts,
through its general counsel Robert Wade,
filed comments pro-, and furthermore,
argued in favor of an approach “which
would ensure substantial benefits to per-
forming artists involved in the creation of
artistic works falling outside the commer-
cially successful category (i.e., popular
hits).” The Endowment has been onrecord
since the initial Congressional hearings on
the copyright revision in favor of a distribu-
tion formula weighted in favor of
symphonic, folk, operatic or other perfor-
mers who are worthy, but not able to
generate mass sales.

A single scholarly submission came
down on the con- side: a copy of the article
in the George Washington Law Review
(November 1974) by Professors Robert
Bard and Lewis Kurlantzick. Prof.
Kurlantzick wrote to restate his conclusions
of three years ago, that “none of the likely
outcomes would justify the establishment
of a second public performance right with
respect to records.” The original article
said record companies and performers
would benefit in the short run, but probably
not in the long run. Classical music, which
could use a boost, would hardly profit from
it and such a royalty would “inevitably in-
crease the existing strong pressures induc-
ing record producers to offer improper in-
ducements to employees of the broadcast
industry to get their records played on the
air.”

volunteered to produce records and letters
verifying legal use of the line, the network
wrote and notified him of the termination.
The notification has caused some worry at
WTUL, where public service and news
broadcasts help fulfill the educational non-
commercial requirements.

An examination of Arbitron ratings in the
New Orleans market indicates that WTUL
may be drawing listeners from the rock sta-
tions in New Orleans, especially WNOE/FM
(see box). While Arbitron estimated there
are 800 more average V4 hour FM listeners
in the Fall 1976 survey than in the Spring
1976 survey, easy listening station
WWL/FM picked up 2000 listeners in the
same period. Total estimated "4 hour
listeners dropped 15,400 people. Arbitron
ratings for Fall 1976 werebegun 7 weeks af-
ter the WTUL power increase.

An Arbitron spokseman commented that
educational stations, although not
measured by his company, have
sometimes figured very strongly in local
markets. Understandably, commercial sta-
tion managers feel the educational stations
enjoy an advantage in that they do not have
to interrupt broadcasts with commercial
messages.

BPA Convention Report

Fundamentals Of

Radio Promotion
by Mike Falcon

LOS ANGELES — “Back To Basics” was a
look at the fundamentals of radio promo-
tion. The BPA workshop was hosted by A.
Lee Pocock, promotion director for
KSL/AM, Salt Lake City, and included pan-
elists Bill Wolff, audience promgtion coor-
dinator for all news station KNX/AM, Los
Angeles, and Norm Ginsburg, director of
information services for CBS Radio, New
York.

The panelists heard Ginsburg claim that
the creative process is an orderly onewhich
can be repeated at will. The information
director offered a five-step method for
voluntarily making the creative process
function:

1. The situation. Get a complete un-
derstanding of the needs of your station.

2. The objective or problem. State the
objective simply and accurately, remem-
bering that an idea unrelated to the
problem is useless.

3. Creativity. Prepare the subconscious
mind deliberately by recognizing the value
of conscious “cues,” including preparation
for sleep.

4. Production of ideas. List the ideas ac-
curately and define them, each on a
separate piece of paper.

5. Judgment: The ideas are weighed.

Pocock presented a slide show
demonstrating how this step-by-step
process was used in a KSL promotion.

Wolff provided one of BPA’'s most in-
teresting lectures in demonstrating how to
deal with fixed ideas, positive and negative
creativity, and self-doubt. The promotion
coordinator, who recently addressed a
humanistic psychology convention in Los
Angeles, used numerous historical and in-
terdisciplinary examples in his speech,
which was a convention highlight.

ARB Study Has
Mid Sat. 2nd Best

NEW YORK — An Arbitron comparison of
popular day-parts shows that Saturday, 10
a.m.-to 3 p.m., is the second most listened
to day-part. The surprise finding is based
on a sample of listening levels from a com-
bination of the April/May 1976 Arbitron
Nationwide Network Report and 10
markets from the October/November 1976
survey. Monday through Friday. 6 a.m.-to-
10 p.m., is the most popular listening time.
This day-part has traditionally been the
strongest.

Markets
The 10 markets in the Octber/November
report include Akron, Denver/Boulder,
Jacksonville, Minneapolis/St. Paul, New
Orleans, New York, Oklahoma City, Por-
tland, San Diego and Syracuse.

Getting Publicity

From The Press

LOS ANGELES — One of the radio
highlights of the 1977 BPA Convention was
“Batting Your Head Against The Wall,” a ‘
workshop that viewed, and sought
remedies for, the frustrations in getting
radio station publicity. Moderator for the |
panel was Ellen Manowitz, promotion ser-
vices director for WMAL Radio,
Washington, D.C. Panelistfor the workshop
was Warren Turnbull, public relations and
publicity director of KMPC Radio, Los
Angeles.
Turnbull’'s approach to the problems of
\
|

radio publicity centered on press releases
in the workshop. He emphasized that the
workings of the local press, particularly
“throwaway” papers, center on local peo-
ple doing things slightly out of the ordinary.
“While winners of our station’s Sunshine
Awards may not make the L.A. Times, they |
will be front page news in the Studio City
paper,” observed Turnbull. He also
stressed the importance of sending press
releases only when there is something to
say, rather than on a timetable basis.

Manowitz centered her speech on the
typical problems encountered in getting
radio news in a major daily paper. She and
other Washington broadcasters banded
together, read stories in the Washington
Star and Washington Post, and presented a
full written brochure to both papers, detail-
ing stories the papers missed and possible
future stories.

Additionaily, Manowitz demonstrated a
method to compare Arbitron radio ratings
and television ratings. This procedure in-
volves only simple math and shows how to
compare what, at first glance, appear to be
two dissimilar ratings systems. Radio
salespeople were unanimousintheir praise
of the system.
