Capitol Meeting Attracts 300 
For Week Of Seminars, Shows 
SAN DIEGO - More than 300 em- 
ployees of Capitol Records and the label's 
affiliated companies were on hand for 
Capitol's week-long "Take It To The Peo- 
ple" conference held recently at the Hotel 
Del Coronado in San Diego.

Pickwick To Operate 600 Stores By 1982 
American Can Funds May Ease Expansion 

by Ken Terry 
LAKE GENEVA, WISCONSIN - With the 
help of American Can Co., its new parent 
corporation, Pickwick International hopes 
to have 600 retail stores generating annual 
sales of $480 million by 1982. This five-year 
plan for what is already the biggest 
specialty record retailing operation in the 
U.S. was presented by Scott Young, vice- 
president and general manager of the 
Pickwick Retailing Division, to over 600 
guests at the division's first annual meeting 
here last week. 

Retailing Division 
The recently constituted retailing divi- 

sion includes the Musicland chain and what 

used to be called the Recco Division, which 
encompasses the Discount and Aura 
Sounde chains, as well as a number of 
leased departments. Currently totaling 283 
units, the retailing division will have sales of 
approximately $122 million this year, ac- 
cording to Young's projections. For the 
fiscal year ended April 30, the division's 
revenues were approximately one-third of 
Pickwick International's total sales of $312 
million. 

Grow 20% Annually 
In order to reach the 600 -store mark 

within the next five years, Pickwick's retail- 
ing division will have to grow at an annual 
rate of approximately 20%. This is twice as 
fast as the growth rate predicted by Young 

RCA Appoints Two A&R VPs, 
Continues West Coast Growth

NEW YORK - In a major restructuring of its 
artist and repertoire department, RCA 
Records has appointed Neil Portnow to the 
new position of division vice-president of 
west coast A&R and Warren Schatz to the 
new position of division vice-president of 
east coast A&R. Both men will report to Mel 
Ilberman, division vice-president of 
creative affairs. 

"These appointments permit us to take 

Nell Portnow 
immediate advantage of the vital west coast 
talent growth, and simultaneously to further 
strengthen our overall A&R organization," 
Ilberman said. 

The appointments follow a recent deci- 
sion by label executives to beef up their en- 
tire west coast operation, without abandon- 
ing their New York base. 

Ilberman said that in appointing Portnow 
(continued on page 52) 

shortly after Pickwick merged with 
American Can (Cash Box, June 25). 

At the retailing division conference, 
Young declined to comment on persistent 
rumors that Pickwick had offered to buy out 
the 75 -unit Record Bar chain as part of its 
expansion moves. However, he noted that 
Pickwick, a subsidiary of a publicly -owned 
corporation, would be required to report 
any "serious" discussions of this nature to 
the Securities and Exchange Commission. 
It could not immediately be learned if such 
a report has been filed with the SEC. 

Am Can's Approach 
A more obvious way for Pickwick's retail- 

ing division to expand would be to continue 
opening more new units, possibly with the 
help of American Can's money. According 
to Young, the $3.1 billion -a -year enterprise 
has indicated that, "if we do it right, finan- 
cial resources won't be one of the con- 
straining factors in our growth." This state- 
ment supports what an American Can 
spokesman told Cash Box shortly after the 
merger with Pickwick (Cash Box, June 18).

Like the title of his top ten single, the misfor- 
tune and frustrations of Stephen Bishop's 
songwriting career seemed to go "On And 
On," since he abandoned his former oc- 
cupational aspiration to be a history 
teacher in junior high school. 

But Bishop's faith in his abilities never 
flagged even while he was earning a 

meager $50 a week as a staff songwriter for 
the Edwin Morris Publishing Company. At 
least he was making valuable friends in the 
industry and personally auditioning his 
songs for such stellar performers as Diana 
Ross, Helen Reddy and Barbra Streisand. 
Though Bishop was on the brink of quitting 
in 1975, Tom Sullivan's version of his "One 
More Time," sung on the Tonight Show, 
caught the attention of Art Garfunkel and, 
with Garfunkel's artistic seal of approval, 
Bishop's niche was firmly established. 

Bishop's debut ABC album was released 
late last year with the guest appearances of 
Garfunkel, Eric Clapton and Chaka Khan. 
And, though it held its own for weeks, the 
first single it spawned was only a moderate 
success. But, after 18 weeks, Bishop's "On 
And On" is up there with the heavy conten- 
ders, bulleting at #8 this week on our pop 
singles chart. 
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Artist Development Series: 

United Artists' Expanded Artist Development 
Department Relies On Teamwork Concept 

by Chuck Comstock 
LOS ANGELES - The artist development 
department at United Artists, as it presently 
exists, came about less than three months 
ago with the naming of Stan Monteiro to the 
post of vice-president of national promo- 
tion and artist development. Though those 
activities currently being done under the 
new name were always being done, those 
disparate activities are now organized un- 
der a separate department that relies 
heavily on the coordinated efforts of the 
promotion, artist relations, publicity, 
marketing, advertising and A&R depart- 
ments at UA. 

Some record companies consider 
promotion and artist development as two 
distinctly separate functions. As Monteiro 
says, "I have always thought the two were 
inseparable. You can't have one without the 
other." To him, the definition of artist 
development is simple. "Quite literally it is 
the record company's contribution to and 
encouragement of the growth or develop- 
ment of the artist in the commercial market- 
place." 

Though artist development is quite 
naturally concerned with breaking new ar- 
tists, the concept to Monteiro is seen as a 
three -level growth pattern. "Of course, at 
the first level is the new artist that no one 
has ever heard of and your goal is to get 
them to the 40,000 -to 50,000 -unit -sales 
level. Part of that development involves air- 
play, a press/publicity campaign and 
getting the artist out on tour." 

First Step: Initial Response 
The first step is to gauge the response to 

the initial release. Where response is the 
strongest, almost always in the artist's 

`Magazine' Release 
Halted By Court 
LOS ANGELES - Mushroom Records has 
been restricted from releasing any more 
"Magazine" LPs by Heart, at least until Sep- 
tember 7, when the "Stay of Injunction" 
issued by Judges Browning and Hufstedler 
of the Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals may 
expire. The order does not appear to per- 
tain to radio stations which have been giv- 
ing the album extensive airplay. 

The latest action stems from a motion 
filed by Heart to stay the effectiveness of 
U.S. District Court Judge Daniel Voorhees' 
August 9 order allowing Mushroom to 
make "commercial use" of the "Magazine 
tapes" (Cash Box, Sept. 3,). 

The current order remands the matter 
back to the District Court with instructions 
for it to enter reasons supporting the 
August 9 ruling. The order staying the 
release of "Magazine" will continue until 
seven days after the supporting papers 
have been filed with the circuit court. 

Shelley Siegel, vice president of 
Mushroom Records, told Cash Box, "I think 
by the end of next week it should all be 
behind us." 

As a result of the order, Mushroom had 
to cancel all trade advertising pertaining to 
the album. The release of "Magazine" came 
very shortly after the injunction prohibiting 
the release of the "Magazine tapes" was lif- 
ted. 

Each album contains the following state- 
ment: "Mushroom Records regrets that a 
contractual dispute has made it necessary 
to complete this record without the 
cooperation or endorsement of the group 
Heart, who have expressly disclaimed ar- 
tistic involvement in completing this record. 

"We did not feel that a contractual dis- 
pute should prevent the public from hear- 
ing and enjoying these incredible tunes and 
recordings." 

hometown area, the plan is to expand the 
impact in the immediate surroundings. For 
example, Bad Boy, a new group from 
Milwaukee, is already spreading to Min- 
neapolis so the next logical step is to sup- 
port the group throughout the midwest with 
various promotions and advertising cam- 
paigns. 

"The next level," Monteiro explained, "is 
getting the artist over the 100,000 -unit - 
sales mark, which has happened in the 
case of Earl Klugh. His first sale was over 
75,000. Now, he's over 150,000. The 
second time around you can go back to 
those first areas of initial acceptance and 
get immediate airplay. With a measure of 
public acceptance, press exposure, word- 
of-mouth advertising, airplay and maybe 
some interest from a promoter or agent 
who has heard them, you can start working 
on a tour and get them signed to a manage- 
ment agreement if they are not already 
represented." 

"The third level," Monteiro continued, "is 
cracking the quarter -million -unit sales 
barrier. That level means almost total FM 

acceptance even without the benefit of a hit 
single. Once you get there, there is no 
reason why you can't hit the gold level of 
500,000. But we have found that it is pretty 
difficult to hit gold without the aid of a hit 
single being played on top 40 radio." 

Touring Primary Consideration 
Touring is a primary consideration. As 

Monteiro says, "Even if you can get all the 
airplay in the world, you still need to get the 
band on the road. But new groups do not 
have the luxury of being courted for tours 
unless there is a lot of air play or some in- 
terest and they hit the charts. But the only 
way to break a group big is to have that 
combination of an album on the air, the 
right kind of press and a tour." 

When it comes to touring, Monteiro is 

assisted by David Bridger, manager of ar- 
tist relations, and Ursula Neomes, manager 
of artist tours. But there is also a heavy 
reliance on a network of personnel in the 
field. "Whenever you put together a tour or 
promotional campaign," Monteiro stated, 
"there is always a local person upon whom

Music Stop Prices Stir Detroit; Chain 
Set To Launch Rapid Store Expansion 

by Mark Mehler 
NEW YORK - The three -store Music Stop 
chain in suburban Detroit, which has 
shaken up the Detroit market with very low 
prices, will open four more stores over the 
next seven weeks, and as many as 12 new 
outlets over the next few months. 

Rod Linnum, buyer for Music Stop, 
which is owned by former Handleman ex- 
ecutive Lew Kwiker, told Cash Box that 
Music Stop originally went into Detroit last 
spring with a plan to create some excite- 
ment in that normally staid market (Cash 
Box, June 11). Korvettes had been selling 
selected specials at $2.99 in Detroit, as they 
have in their other national markets, Lin- 
num said, but "other retailers in Detroit had 
not reacted very strongly to that. 

"We decided to do what nobody else had 
done. We ran four print ads recently, offer- 
ing a couple of loss items at $2.99. Hits like 
Shaun Cassidy and Foreigner. Our average 
sale is three LPs. One at $2.99 and two at 
our $3.99 shelf price." 

The three existing strip locations, in 
Westland, Warren and Lincoln Park, 
average about 2,500 -square -feet. Linnum 
said the chain would eschew higher - 
overhead mall locations in order to con- 
tinue its low prices. 

He added that Music Stop had already 
signed leases on four new sites and was 
further looking to expand outside the 

Detroit market, but declined to elaborate. 
Meanwhile, some Detroit retailers have 

begun to react to the stiffer competition. In 
Sunday's petroit News, for example, K mart 
advertised the latest LP by Kiss ($7.98 list) 
for $3.96. - $1 below its usual sale price in 
that market. 

John Kaplan, executive vice-president of 
the Handleman Co., which racks K mart 
nationally, said Detroit was not the only 
market in which the mass merchandiser 
has advertised unusually low prices. 

"We do it where we feel we need it," 
Kaplan said, adding that the Kiss promo- 
tion was not necessarily related to the ac- 
tions of any one retailer in the market. 

Opening 7th Unit 
A spokesman at the six -store Harmony 

House chain, which will open its seventh 
unit shortly, said his business had not 
deteriorated since Music Stop became 
established. 

"He (Kwiker) is doing what he thinks he 
has to," the source said. "Prices (in the city) 
have generally been coming Jown. But I 

can't really measure its effect on our 
stores." 

A Detroit distributor said the Music 
Stop's low prices and extensive advertising 
was finally beginning to bring the chain to 
the attention of record consumers. This, he 
said, would doubtless hurt some es- 
tablished suburban retailers.

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Two Superstores To Match 
Low Prices in Atlanta Area 

by Mark Mehler 
NEW YORK -A price war is developing in 

Atlanta as Turtle Records prepares to open 
an 8,000 -square -foot store, its third in the 
market. 

In an ad in the Atlanta Journal and 
Consitution, labeled a "preview of our 
Labor Day celebration," Oz Records adver- 
tised six RCA releases, including the latest 
LPs by Ronnie Milsap and Shalamar, for 
$3.49; and the latest LP by Iggy Pop ($7.98 
list) for $3.99. This is about 350 below Oz's 
previous sale price on $6.98 list product, 
and about $1 off its previously featured 
price on $7.98 list merchandise. 

'Price Message' 
Steve Libman, vice-president and 

general manager of Southland Record Dis- 
tributing, which supplies Oz, said Satur- 
day's ad and subsequent promotions 
would serve as a "price message" to Turtle. 
Libman accused the Turtle operation, 
which was started about three months ago 
(Cash Box, June 25), of "breaking the sub- 
urban market" with $3 prices. 

Not Below $3 
Joe Martin, buyer for Turtle, said the 

chain has not gone below $3 and did not in- 
tend to. He said his lowest price in the first 
two suburban Georgia locations has been 
$3.49 on $6.98 list product and $3.99 on 
$7.98 list goods. This came during a recent 
week-long all -label sale. Martin further ac- 
cused Oz of shaking up the market with its 
lowball prices. According to Martin, Turtle's 

regular sale prices in Atlanta will be $3.77 
and $4.77 (on $7.98 list). 

Asserted Libman, "We're saying this to 
him (Turtle):'Look, let's all merchandise 
competitively, but let's also make a profit. 
We're not going to start a price war, but 
we're certainly not going to sit by and let 
anyone blow us out of our own market.' " 

Libman added that he hoped the pricing 
situation in Atlanta would not parallel New 
York, where massive lowballing has sliced 
profit margins for many area retailers. 

"They're scared. We're going to knock 
them on their ass (when we move into 
Atlanta)," Martin declared. 

In a related development, Oz announced 
the opening of its third and fourth 
"superstores." Like the Atlanta Oz and 
another in Birmingham, Alabama, the up- 
coming outlets will be about 8,000 to 10,000 
square feet each and will be architecturally 
patterned after the Wizard of Oz motif. A 
new Oz in Marietta, Georgia will compete 
directly with an existing Turtle store, while 
the Stone Mountain Oz store, located about 
20 miles from Atlanta, will have no area 
competition except from a nearby K mart. 

The new Oz units, like their counterparts, 
will place heavy emphasis on accessories 
and on leased "bazaar" departments. 

Pricing in the new stores will be the same 
as in the Atlanta Oz, Libman asserted. He 
said this would be necessary to tie in adver- 
tising promotions, and added that he ex- 
pected Turtle to eventually locate in or near 
Stone Mountain.

Formal Creditors' 
Conference Slated 
On Jimmy's Fate

NEW YORK - The first formal meeting of 
the Creditors Committee which is deter- 
mining the future of the bankrupt Jimmy's 
Music World retail chain and its parent 
company, Sutton Distribuors, has been 
slated for September 12. However, infor- 
mal discussions have been taking place 
throughout the week about the prospects of 
reorganizing the debtors (Cash Box, 
August 27 and September 3). 

In a related development, CBS and WEA, 
with accounts receivable from Jimmy's of 
$1.5 million and $1.1 million, respectively, 
have both asked to be included on the 
creditors' panel as unsecured creditors. 
Although the investments of both com- 
panies are legally secured by their product 
inventories, CBS and WEA noted that the 
Bank of Commerce, with a $1.9 million in- 
vestment, has first claim on Sutton's and 
Jimmy's assets. Once that lien has been 
met, the two major record manufacturers 
indicated that there would be insufficient 
inventory to cover their own losses. 

Jimmy's has also informed the creditors 
committee, which is chaired by Abe Amiri 
of RCA, that it has begun seeking new 
product again from various sources. One 
creditor questioned how Jimmy's could 
come up with sufficient cash to pay for the 
product. Sutton's and Jimmy's own finan- 
cial figures through July 31 show cash 
assets of only about $125,000. In addition, 
Jimmy's reportedly owes the state and city 
substantial sales taxes. 

Creditors still disagree about whether 
the cutout and retail operation could and 
should be reorganized under Chapter 11 of 
the Bankruptcy Code, or should simply li- 
quidate its assets and close up.

Only the sweetheart of rock and roll could sing a Warren 
Zevon song about a heroin addict and evoke such a powerful 
wave of sympathy.

Besides writing, producing, engineering and playing nearly 
every instrument on the album, Jameson also did the vocals. 
Not that he's too cheap to pay session men, he just doesn't 
seem to need them, though Paul Butterfield did stop by to blow 
on his harp. This is a superb debut album by a studio perfec- 
tionist and a classic workaholic whose mixed bag of influences 
have combined to produce one of the best newcomer albums of 
this year. 
KARLA BONOFF - Columbia PC 34672 - Producer: Kenny 
Edwards - List: 6.98 

Her history as a songwriter is well -documented with a string 
of hits, and now that she's decided to take the wraps off her 
voice, some of her more prominent friends have showed up to 
give her imminent rise to recognition more clout. But Karla's 
voice easily steals the show here. Though she's a superb 
songwriter, she's equally if not more adroit at delivery. Her 
multi -faceted voice can be quivering soft and whispy or 
dynamically powerful, and it's about time Karla gave her words 
the personal intimate treatment that only the composer can 
render. 
LIBBY TITUS - Columbia PC 34152 - Producer: Phil 
Ramone with Paul Simon, Carly Simon and Robbie Robertson - List: 6.98 

This is not Libby'sfirst time out but it will no doubt be her most 
successful. The friends she has made since her days growing 
up and working in the Woodstock music community have left 
their impressions while others have lent their talents to make 
Libby's debut Columbia album a delightful package of pop/ - 
MOR material. Her voice carries a sense of drama, and the way 
she deliciously curls her words is not unlike Helen Reddy, 
though Libby's style is uniquely her own. 
OUT IN THE SUN - Patrick Moraz - Import IMP 1014 - 
Producer: Patrick Moraz & Jean Ristori - List: 6.98 

Former Yes keyboardist Patrick Moraz has a classical 
background which includes his musical familiarity with a variety 
of instruments, and a number of bands. This is his second for 
Import and features a classical approach to contemporary rock 
which is anything but stilted. Instead, the songs are well - 
arranged and have clearly discernible movements, utterly 
without pretension but infused with a sophisticated quality of 
musical excellence. A superb followup to "i." 
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BEAUTY ON A BACK STREET - Daryl Hall & John Oates - 
RCA AFL1-2300 - Producer: Christopher Bond - List: 7.98 

Daryl Hall's voice is as strong as ever on these tracks which 
are a bit punchier on the whole than on previous albums. The 
rock influence is pervasive throughout, and the tempo changes 
are affirmative evidence of the duo's growth and versatility. It is 

entirely possible that, judged on instrumentals alone, you'd be 
unable to tell if this was a Hall & Oates album or a startling new 
rock band with much depth. 

SEALS & CROFTS SING THE SONGS FROM ONE ON ONE - 
Warner Bros. BS3076 - Producer: Louie Shelton & Charles 
Fox - List: 6.98 

It's being called the basketball "Rocky" but whatever the 
movie's cinematic merits, the soundtrack from it is a beautifully 1 done work mixing jazz instrumentals with that inimitable Seals & 

Crofts touch on the movie's themes and ballads. Charles Fox 
has put together a remarkably smooth -flowing album of music 
in collaboration with the lyric brillance of Paul Williams, which 
together produces an ironically contrasting mood to basket- 
ball's frentic intensity. 

A FAREWELL TO KINGS - Rush - Mercury SRM-1-1184 - 
Producer: Rush & Terry Brown - List: 6.98 

No mere power chord trio, these guys. The Rush facility for 
musical experimentation appears even stronger this time out as 
both the number and kind of instruments played have in- 
creased, as well as an unflagging loyalty to distinctive and 
classy arrangements. "Xanadu" is a concert in itself, rising and 
falling in intricate instrumental patterns thin. chow the expertise 
of this fast -rising band, who without the benefit of a pop single, 
can still capture a loyal and sophisticated AOR following. 

BERT SOMMER - Capitol ST -11684 - Producer: Ron Dante - List: 6.98 
This is Bert's fourth album, though his first Capitol album and 

his successive Buddah LPs did not create near the excitement 
that this one has around the Capitol tower. They are buzzing 
with enthusiasm over Bert, whose voice bears a flattering 
resemblance to Burton Cummings', but with a wry twist all his 
own. Dante's production, as is par for his work, provides a full- 
bodied accompaniment that highlights Sommer's powerful 
pop -flavored pipes. An album that cuts across a broad swath of 
musical tastes. 

SPACED - Shawn Phillips - A&M SP 4650 - Producer: 
Shawn Phillips - List: 6.98 

Shawn's ninth album is a musical collection of material 
originally planned for inclusion in various earlier albums. 
Because they span such a long period of time, they represent a 

particularly acute picture of Shawn's evolution and his multi- 
faceted approach to music. The classifications run from jazz to 
rock to be bop but the mix is a delightful potpourri of music, and 
an especially vivid example of Phillips' sometimes overlooked 
instrumental ability. 
KENI BURKE - Dark Horse/Warner Bros. DH 3022 - 
Producer: Keni Burke - List: 6.98 

Clean guitarist and tenor vocalist Keni Burke struts out in his 
debut effort with a giant step. Having written all the material, he 
proceeds to play and sing it mostly on his own. When he 
chooses to have help, his instrumental companions are among 
the best in the business. If "From Me To You" doesn't totally 
knock you out, you need to get your stereo fixed. It's that kind of 
record. 
AT THE END OF A PERFECT DAY - Chris DeBurgh - A&M 
SP -4647 - Producer: Paul Samwell-Smith - List: 6.98 

There is very little accompaniment to Chris' voice except his 
acoustical guitar and that is mostly enough, because Chris is in 

reality a singing poet whose every nuance carries special 
significance. His voice can be haunting when he sings his 
emotive ballads filled with colorful images and memorable 
phrases. His is an arresting style that cuts deep and moves the 
listener to an emotional experience that transcends the 
sophomoric pretensions and maudlin sentiments of many who 
try to evoke the same emotional reaction. 

REFLECTIONS - Johnny Taylor - RCA APL1-2527 - 
Producer: Don Davis - List: 6.98 

It's a hard decision whether to listen to Johnny fast & funky or 
slow and soulful but this album covers both bases like a snug 
glove, though the majority of the material is either slow -tempo 
or blues. Taylor's voice borrows influences from James Brown, 
Otis Redding and several other equally inspirational vocal 
stylists but Taylor's homegrown blend is a tasty synthesis of 
several styles that is colorful and dramatic. 

TOULOUSE - Toulouse - Image/Audio Fidelity IM -304 - 
Producer: Peter Alves and MSS Rhythm Section - List: 6.98 

The Toulouse trio specializes in music with that ubiquitous 
disco beat but before one automatically relegates them to such 
a singular category, let it be said that their versatility is not con- 
fined to the fact that they're bilingual. Their funky sassiness 
gives them a sensual appeal and their well -worked -out har- 
monies have already won over Canadian and French fans. But 
we English types get all that plus the instrumental sweeteners 
provided by Jimmy Johnson and Barry Beckett's Muscle Shoals 
session men.

The agreement guarantees that music 
used for dramatic TV shows in the 1978-79 
season must be uniquely recorded for each 
presentation or series. It also provides for 
an eight percent increase in scale wages for 
musicians involved in the television and 
motion picture industries. 

The present scale wage is $93.41 for a 
three-hour session. Under the terms of the 
new contract, the eight percent wage in- 
crease is retroactive to August 1, 1977. Ad- 
ditional seven percent scale increases have 
been scheduled for August 1, 1978, and 
again on August 1, 1979. 

The new agreement also provides that no 
more than 15 minutes of finished music 
may be culled by producers from a three- 
hour recording session.

Hot on the heels of a number one R&B single, Watson 
is back with another single built on an infectiously funky 
bass line. His lyrics still exhibit a sense of humor, while 
the acoustical guitar is a refreshing touch. Nobody else 
sounds like this guy. 

ART GARFUNKEL (Columbia 10608) 
Crying In My Sleep (4:00) (Canopy - ASCAP) (Webb) 

Garfunkel seems to have found a new expressive 
niche with this poignant account of lost love written by 
Jimmy Webb. His quavering lead vocal creates the 
proper dramatic feeling, while the smoothly harmonized 
chorus is another strong point. Exhibits top 40 potential 
to roll out the red carpet for his forthcoming LP. 

GALDSTON & THOM (Warner Bros. 8436) 
No One Gave Me Love (3:41) (Chappell & Co. - ASCAP) 
(Galdston, Thom) 

Starts out as haunting ballad, marked by Peter Thom's 
controlled, yet emotive vocal performance. Without 
warning, the record breaks into an up -tempo section 
based on the melody of the first half, introducing a dense 
arrangement of vocal harmonies against which the lead 
singer really takes off. A solidly -packed piece of music 
that should draw attention to the album "American Gyp- 
sies." 

DEAN FRIEDMAN (Lifesong/CBS 1756) 
Woman Of Mine (2:57) (Blendingwell - ASCAP) (Fried- 
man) 

The artist that created "Ariel" returns with a second 
selection from his debut album, this time under the 
label's new distribution deal. In addition to the tasteful 
repetition of a stunning harmonic hook, this record will 
attract listeners with its imaginative lyric. Could really go 
places. 

STYX (A&M 1977) 
Come Sail Away (3:10) (Almo/Stygian - ASCAP) 
(DeYoung) 

A solitary voice introduces the melody to light piano 
accompaniment in this single from "The Grand Illusion." 
That's usually a cue for a grand entrance, but the pure 
fury of the drum, guitar and vocal explosion that follows 
will peasantly startle expectations. 

ASHFORD & SIMPSON (Warner Bros. 8453) 
Send It (3:38) (Nick -O -Val - ASCAP) (Ashford, Simp- 
son) 

This talented duo has always shown class in writing, 
performance and production, and this title cut from their 
newest album is no exception. Their high -reaching har- 
monies support a memorable hook, while the interplay 
between flutes and strings creates a constantly in- 
teresting instrumental track. For R&B and pop playlists. 

DAVID CASTLE (Parachute/Casablanca 501) 
Ten To Eight (3:37) (Unart - BMI) (Castle) 

The first release on a new label, this ballad concerns a 
forlorn female traumatized by her morning ritual. 
Reminiscent of early Elton John, and a natural AM airplay 
item. 

KENNY NOLAN (20th Century 2352) 
My Eyes Get Blurry (3:28) (Kenny Nolan - ASCAP) 
(Nolan) 

The newest single from Nolan's debut album is a soft, 
cool shuffle that relies on gentle melodies and well - 
blended vocal harmonies. A sure shot for easy listening 
stations, with the added benefit of a pop track record. 

JOHNNY TAYLOR (Columbia 10610) 
Disco 9000 (3:58) (Publisher Pending) (Taylor, Avery) 

Taylor made one the biggest disco impacts of last 
year, so it's only fitting that he should perform the title 
song from the soundtrack of the upcoming film "Disco 
9000." With Taylor's whimsical vocal delivery, this should 
also make disco waves, and could go further with the 
film's help. 

ALAN O'DAY (Pacific/Atlantic 002) 
Started Out Dancing, Ended Up Making Love (3:58) (WB - ASCAP) (O'Day) 

Despite his status as seasoned pop songwriter, it took a whimsical number one hit 
called "Undercover Angel" to bring Alan O'Day's name to a pop audience. This second 
single exhibits the same slick harmonic and melodic execution, along with cute lyrics 
and a theme that allows for a funky beat and soul -inspired production. Should be pull- 
ing in big numbers. 

HEART (Portrait/CBS 70008) 
Little Queen (3:29) (Wilsongs/Know/Play My/Rosebud/Fozbass - ASCAP; Primal 
Energy - BMI) (Heart) 

Heart continues to satisfy listeners with the combination of Ann Wilson's cogent 
vocals and myriad electric guitar effects. This title selection from the latest LP makes 
smooth transitions from a funky beat to an expansive bridge of dreamy vocal choruses. 
Another strong top 40 contender. 

JIMMY BUFFETT (ABC 12305) 
Changes In Attitudes, Changes In Latitudes (3:15) (Coral Reefer/Outer Banks - BMI) 
(Buffett) 

Following Buffett's first top 10 success with "Margaritaville," this title cut from the 
album should meet a warm reception at the top 40 radio level. The instrumental em- 
bellishments here are carried b' harmonica rather than flute, while the lyrics are 
philosophical without quite so heavy an emphasis on alcohol. 

RITA COOLIDGE (A&M 1965) 
We're All Alone (3:38) (Boz Scaggs - ASCAP) (Scaggs) 

Coolidge won hearts with her restrained version of Jackie Wilson's classic "Higher 
And Higher." This familiar Boz Scaggs song is another extremely strong composition, 
showcasing her vocal ability with a terrific instrumental track. Released on the tail of a 
potential chart topper. 

JOE SIMON (Spring/Polydor 176) 
One Step At A Time (3:39) (Teddy Ranazzo - BMI) 

(Randazzo) 
The association with writer/producer Teddy Randazzo 

has infused new energy into Joe Simon's distinctive 
sound. His interaction with the backing vocalists creates 
spontaneous excitement, shadowing the inappropriate 
use of synthesizers. Aimed at the disco and R&B 
markets. 
STRAWBS (Oyster/Polydor 705) 
Heartbreaker (3:36) (Arnataka - ASCAP) (Lambert) 

An FM favorite that has yet to make the big U.S. break 
with a single. With its catchy guitar riffs and identifiable 
melody, this choice from "Burning For You" should ex- 
pose the group to new avenues of airplay. 
BERT SOMMER (Capitol 4480) 
When You Feel It (3:21) (Sommersongs - BMI/Rip- 
parthur - ASCAP) (Sommer, Lembeck) 

A stately, grandly -orchestrated ballad in the first 
single from this artist's new album. His light pop/easy 
listening stance, along with Ron Dante's production, will 
cause inevitable comparisons with Barry Manilow. 
MORRIS ALBERT (RCA 11089) 
Someone, Somehow (4:35) (Bevorada - ASCAP) 
(Albert) 

The Brazilian writer of "Feelings" continues to produce 
elegant ballads aimed at the easy listening market in the 
United States. Decorated with facile classical guitar 
passages, this selection from his "Love And Life" album 
creates a romantic mood through a solid melody. 
BELOYD (20th Century 2353) 
Get Into Your Life (3:20) (Filet/20th Century - ASCAP) 
(Beloyd) 

Another name that is known mainly through 
songwriting credits, Beloyd proves to be an energetic 
singer with strong projection in this debut single. A 
refreshingly gimmick -free record for pop and R&B for- 
mats. 
RHYTHM HERITAGE (ABC 12273) 
Theme From Starsky & Hutch (2:56) (Spellgold - BMI) 
(Scott) 

Steve Barri and Michael Omartian probably are the 
most successful TV theme producers. This title from the 
popular "Starsky & Hutch" could be played on easy 
listening stations, with the possibility of expanded air- 
play. 
BARBARA WYRICK (Calliope 8005)

From the album that created a stir because of its cover, 
this single is tailored for disco play. The most original 
touches are created through the combined use of 
orchestral harps and synthesizers. 

MARTIN MULL (ABC 12304) 
Get Up, Get Down (3:30) (Used Furniture - ASCAP) 
(Mull, Wise) 

Now that he's familiar to TV audiences as the cynical 
Barth Gimble, it's appropriate for Mull to express his dis- 
likes with a disco parody. He doesn't like dancing, so the 
only way he can get into the groove is to take the standard 
disco slogan literally by alternately occupying and 
vacating his seat. 

DONNA McDANIEL Midsong International/RCA 11085) 
Fairytale (2:53) (Heath Levy - ASCAP) (Greedus) 

McDaniel's talents were unfortunately swamped in a 
cover battle last time around. This up -tempo number has 
dance possibilities, but the unique quality of her vocal 
performance makes this something more than a disco 
record. Pop and R&B possibilities. 

THE WINTERS BROTHERS BAND (Atlantic/Rabbit 
7085) 
I Can't Help It (Cotton States/Cotillion - BMI) (Winters, 
Winters) 

The Winters Brothers are very much an offshoot of the 
Allman/Tucker Macon sound, though they have their 
original touches. Based on their reported concert atten- 
dance figures in certain regions, this straightforward, 
country -influenced rocker could create demand over the 
airwaves. 

MARTEE LEBOUS (Image/Audiofidelity 3012) 
My Inspiration (3:22) (Inspiration - ASCAP) (Lebons) 

From Leebous' album "The Lady Wants To Be A Star." 
At the outset, the effect is that of a folk melody, though 
the record develops rhythmically toward a stirring close. 
For easy listening and pop formats. 

LARRY PACE ORCHESTRA (London 259) 
Erotic Soul (3:14) (Page Full Of Hits - ASCAP) 
(Blackwell) 

Passionate drums introduce this record, which has 
recently stirred up a bit of disco excitement. Nothing very 
original about this string, clavinet and guitar -dominated 
instrumental, but an infectious rhythm seems to be the 
key. 

JOSE FELICIANO (Private Stock 151) 
I Love Making Love To You (4:00) (Bien/American 
Dream/Every Little Tune - ASCAP; Touch Of

Teaming up with producer Ron Dante, 
Sommer thinks that the new album has 
"mass appeal as far as sound with rock 'n' 
roll, ballads and strings."

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Advent's Classical Cassettes 
Grow, Answering Demand 

by Jeffrey Weber 
CAMBRIDGE - With the improvement of 
sound quality that can be generated in the 
cassette medium, the demand for 
prerecorded classical cassettes has in- 
creased dramatically (Cash Box, July 2, 
1977). One of the cassette manufacturers 
that is experiencing fantastic growth in a 
relatively short period of time is the Advent 
Corp. According to Janet Shapiro, 
manager of recorded music for Advent 
Corp., figures for this fiscal year show a 
50e/a increase over last year and for the last 
couple of months "we are up over 83% in 
terms of units shipped." 

Shapiro explained that the figures may 
be a bit misleading as the company has 
recently involved themselves with a couple 
of major distributors and their opening or- 
ders were large. The jump from oblivion to 
cassettes as a viable alternative to discs 
has taken a brief time. "We are primarily a 
manufacturer of audio and video hardware. 
When we came out with the cassettes in 
1974, they were marketed almost ex- 
clusively through our hi-fi dealers. We 
believed that these were the best people to 
convince the consumer that the cassettes

NEW YORK - Negotiations between strik- 
ing musicians and the Metropolitan Opera 
remain deadlocked, thereby jeopardizing 
the Met's forthcoming season, scheduled 
to open October 10.

were worth buying. While they did a fine 
job, what has happened is that over the last 
two years we have had a lot of interest from 
record stores. In order to handle the num- 
bers we have gone with distributors. 

Distributor Problems 
"We had a problem in that a lot of dis- 

tributors are not interested in small 
classical labels. We have, with patience, 
found a number of hard working dis- 
tributors." Among those that Advent allies 
itself with are: Frank Cook Distributors, Ad- 
vent's first and largest distributor, Kinnara 
in Chicago, Joseph Zamoiski in Maryland 
Associated Distributors in Phoenix, Bromo 
Distributors in Oklahoma and Music Sup- 
pliers in Boston. 

The cassette boom has also forced the 
company to reevaluate its position in the 
market. When the company started out, 
they were primarily licensing material from 
established record companies. While that 
is still their basic concern, their last six 
releases have been original material and 
the move to original material is garnering 
rapid company attention. Shapiro ex- 
plained that the company's catalog has 
doubled since 1974. "We came out with 28 
titles and we sat on those titles for over a 
year. The next year we had 12 titles with five 
in the following year. This year we will 
release 12 items and all but five are origi- 
nal material. 

"When we came out with the cassettes 
they were pretty marginal as there was no 
market for them at all in 1974. What has 
happened over the past few years is that 
cassettes have proved themselves. As a 
result, this has become a small, but serious 
part of the company." Another reason for 
the recent acceptance of cassettes ac- 
cording to Shapiro is, the public is buying 
cassette decks now whereas "six or seven 
years ago people simply were not buying 
them. Now people are making their own 
recordings. They realize that making a 
recording is not particularly fun and the 
true pleasure comes after you have made 
the recording, when you start to play it. I 

think people would like to buy something as 
good as they can make." Shapiro also cited

The complete incidental music to "A Midsummer Night's 
Dream" may not be to everyone's taste; many listeners prefer 
the less repetitive suite.

the load falls. It is up to that person to see 
that all these people turn out, that all the 
marketing, merchandising and advertising 
paraphernalia is out to announce that the 
act is appearing and make sure that the 
proper support is there. No matter what we 
do from our ivory towers, the person who 
does the most work and often gets the least 
credit is that local person on the streets. 
They're the real heroes that put it together 
for us." 

The key to artist development at UA 

seems to be a feeling of team cooperation. 
To that end, the work of the sales, promo- 
tion, advertising, publicity and artist 
development departments are all funneled 
through Gordon Bossin, head of marketing. 
The information he receives from the 
various departments then given to his 
director of advertising and artist cam- 
paigns, Iris Zurawin, who has the respon- 
sibility of tailoring an individual campaign 
for each album release. 

When Zurawin has received all the input, 
including the information and suggestions 
that come out of United's series of weekly 
staff meetings, she meets with the artist and 
management to decide on a specific cam- 
paign that will best illustrate the musical 
content and personal image of the in- 
dividual artist. Merchandising then 
provides the tools to showcase the artist 
within the stores where the records are sold 
while Zurawin decides on the best vehicles 
for advertising the merits of a particular ar- 
tist. 

Another vital function in artist develop- 
ment is the work of the publicity depart- 
ment under the direction of Pat Thomas. 
Besides the expected press releases that 

accompany new product, Thomas solicits 
information from Monteiro concerning 
where initial radio reception is strongest, 
and follows up that response with addi- 
tional press material seeking to interest 
media personnel in artist interview 
opportunities. 

Thomas admits to a certain amount of 
caution and discretion in her bio material 
and press packets. "We are in the business 
of gathering and disseminating informa- 
tion," says Thomas. "People are interested 
in hard core facts so we try not to steer away 
too often from a strictly journalistic ap- 
proach. We have no intention of either fla- 
grantly disrespecting or insulting the edi- 
torial people around the world." 

Other tactics to expose United Artists' 
roster involve autograph signings at record 
stores where consumers have a chance to 
talk to the artist directly, listening parties for 
the press and other opinion makers pat- 
terned on the successful Hollywood film 
screening model, and hometown press 
mailings to generate enthusiasm where the 
artist emanated from. One such mailing 
went out to 22-24 Seattle -area publications 
suggesting interview opportunities with 
Rhoda Curtis, who came from the area. As 
Thomas reports, "I don't think there was 
one negative response." 

The old-fashioned promotional tour is 

still very effective as an artist development 
tool. Most recently Tim Weisberg visited 
several cities in support of his new release 
but though the positive response for the es- 
tablished artist was somewhat expected, 
the response to newcomer Nancy Shanx 
was even more rewarding. After she visited 
seven cities to introduce her debut album, 
all of the stations she visited added her 

record to their playlists.

the increasingly poor quality of today's 
records as another helping hand in the 
classical cassette boom. 

Tape Quality 
Shapiro indicated that quality is of the ut- 

most importance to Advent. "We are in this 
to make a statement as well as to sell a 

product. The statement is that cassettes are 
a viable alternative to records. We don't 
compromise for economic reasons. We use 
premium quality material. The tape we use 
is chromium dioxide. We feel that in terms 
of price -performance ratios, it is the best 
tape you can buy. We also incorporate the 
Dolby Noise Reduction system. I don't think 
that anyone can make a cassette today and 
call it high fidelity and not use Dolby." 

Advent uses a very slow duplicating 
speed, four times real time and Shapiro in- 
dicated that the company quality control 
checks every cassette that comes off the 
line. 

No Eight -track 
Apparently Advent will "not now nor ever 

will" enter the eight -track business, "simply 
because," Shapiro said, "as far as we can 
determine, it does not offer the opportunity 
to be a really high fidelity medium. The 
machines are generally poor -there is 
nothing to play them on. I think it was 
designed to be a high fidelity medium, I 

think it was designed to be for automobiles. 
Advent's all time best seller is the licens- 

ing of Vol. 1 of Scott Joplin's Piano Rags 
played by Joshua Rifkin. "The cassette has 
been on the market for three years and still 
continues to sell strongly. Aside from that, 
we have found that orchestral music sells 
very well." 

Shapiro revealed that, surprisingly, 
cassettes have found acceptance in Europe 
long before their acceptance here. "We are 
expecting to go into Europe very shortly 
and I expect that within the next couple of 
years, our European business, despite the 
fact that we can't sell all of our tapes in 
Europe, may come pretty close to equalling 
our domestic sales."

The disco, located in Canton, Ohio (also 
Stark's base of operations), "seemed like a 
logical kind of diversification," David said. 
He also revealed Stark plans to use the 
Camelot name for the disco. "We're going 
to use Camelot as a vehicle to promote 
disco and the disco to promote Camelot," 
David elaborated. 

Stark's "superstore," named Grapevine, 
is not being planned around an interior or 
thematic concept. "In spite of the fruit con- 
notation," David said, "it's more of a com- 
munication type thing, like 'I heard it, I 

bought it at the Grapevine.' We're not going 
to put any empty grape crates up and try 
and merchandise records out of them."

Wilkins is a young guitarist with a growing reputation, based 
on his work with Buddy Rich and with his own group around 
New York. His group here comprises Randy Brecker, Eddie 
Gomez and Jank DeJohnette (who doubles piano on the titles). 
The music is somewhere between bebop and free jazz, and the 
performances are stunning. Wilkins, while occasionally 
overshadowed by his more famous sidemen, acquits himself 
admirably, showing some of the tonal characteristics of Gabor 
Szabo and a phrasing reminiscent of Chuck Wayne.

Seldom have we been as impressed with a young traditional 
jazz band as we are with The Memphis Nighthawks (none of 
whom comes from Memphis). And we use the term "traditional" 
advisedly, because this is not a Dixieland band; there is no 
piano or bass sax, while the front line features the excellent 
Steve Jensen on trumpet, Ron DeWar on reeds and Joel 
Helleny on trombone. The program is ancient but the perfor- 
mances are marvelous for any ear. 

TALES OF ANOTHER - Gary Peacock - ECM 1-1101 - 
Producer: Manfred Eicher - List: 7.98 

Peacock is a remarkable bassist and his trio here includes 
Keith Jarrett and Jack DeJohnette. There are four Peacock 
compositions, including a three-part "Trilogy" that runs more 
thar. 24 minutes. The music is dynamic, reflective and inventive 
throughout, and as an added bonus, there is the vaunted 
recording quality of ECM. Jarrett is outstanding and his playing 
will delight his fans. The only drawback is someone's audible 
mumbling, which detracts from the overall performance. 

JOE VENUTI AND DAVE McKENNA - Chiaroscuro 160 -

Who can keep up with Joe Venuti? The older Venuti gets (and 
he is probably in his eighties), the more LPs he makes and the 
better he plays.

NAACP's Hooks Advocates 
FCC Control Over Networks

WASHINGTON, D.C. - The new head of 
the National Association for the Advance- 
ment of Colored People, Benjamin L. 
Hooks, who often ran into opposition from 
his six colleagues on the FCC, is tackling 
discrimination in the media from a different 
angle now. 

Hooks, executive director of the civil 
rights organization since resigning as FCC 
commissioner the last week of July, has 
outlined an active role for the NAACP in 
spotting bias and stereotyping and re- 
ducing racial and sex, .discrimination in 
radio and television. 

While he was careful to note that he 
doesn't support government control of 
programming, he recommended increased 
FCC authority over the networks in a state- 
ment to the press following the release of 
the U.S. Commission on Civil Rights report 
on television. He added his support to the 
CCR report and vowed to work toward 
"eradicating all types of discrimination." 
Advocating a recommendation in the 
report, he said,"I have long advocated that 
the FCC should have regulatory authority 
over the network because they are the prin- 
ciplesuppliers of programming for most of 
the major stations around the country." He 
advocated FCC authority over the networks 
as extensive as it is over individual stations - which goes beyond the CCR report's 
recommendation, which addressed only in- 
creased FCC authority to regulate network 
equal employment opportunity practices 

(as it already regulates those of individual 
stations.) 

But how to keep government from 
becoming a program censor? "If employ- 
ment is right and represents the totality of 
society, the programming will reflect the 
diversty of American life and eliminate the 
need for censorship," Hooks said. 

The ongoing hearings on the rewrite of 
the Communications Act will bring Hooks 
back to Washington (from the NAACP's 
national office in New York) to argue before 
Congress the need for increased FCC en- 
forcement powers. Job discrimination 
complaints now go through the Equal Em- 
ployment Opportunity Commission, which 
has a case backlog of several years, he 
noted. 

Petitions To Deny in Calif. 
In a related matter, the FCC's renewal 

and transfer branch said it has not received 
petitions to deny license renewals to 23 
southern California radio and television 
stations which, it was reported (Cash Box, 
Sept. 3), are in the works by the NAACP's 
Labor and Industry Committee. An FCC 
spokesman noted the group has until 
November 1 (one month before the 
licenses expire) to file. 

In the past, such massive petitioning ef- 
forts on the part of special interest groups 
have resulted in FCC reprimands to the sta- 
tions or, at most, short-term renewals with 
stipulations that the stations report back to 
the commission the improvements they 
make in employment practices.

Country Music Association 
Announces Awards Finalists 

by Lola Scobey 
NASHVILLE - Finalists for the annual 
Country Music Association awards, selec- 
ted by a poll of the approximately 4,600 
CMA members, have been named. Win- 
ners in each of ten categories will be an- 
nounced October 10 on the Eleventh An- 
nual CMA Awards Presentation television 
special, to be hosted by Johnny Cash. 

This year's inductees into the Country 
Music Hall of Fame will also be announced 
on the show. 

Although commonly believed to be 
selected at least partially by a committee 
process, CMA award winners are chosen 
entirely by a three-part popular balloting of 
the entire CMA membership. 

On the first ballot, CMA members may 
nominate one person (group, product, etc.) 
in each of the ten categories. Any nominee 
receiving at least five nominations is listed 
on the second ballot. On the second ballot 
members vote for one nominee in each 
category. The top five winners per category 
on the second ballot are listed as finalists 
on the third ballot. On the third ballot, mem- 
bers vote for one finalist in each category. 
The finalist in each category receiving the 
most votes is declared the winner. 

Inductees into the Hall of Fame are selec- 
ted by an anonymous 250 -member com- 
mittee of electors. The committee, selected 
by the board of directors of the CMA, con- 
sists of persons who have actively partici- 
pated in country music for at least ten years 
and who have a recognized accomplish- 
ment in country music. The committee 
nominates no less than ten and no more 
than twenty persons for induction into the 
Hall of Fame. Winners are selected by a 

secret ballot of the committee. In case of a 
tie, two winners are declared. 

The tenth annual awards show special 
(the first CMA awards event was not 
televised) will be broadcast on CBS -TV the 
evening of Oct. 10. Sullivan Productions, 

producer of last year's show, is again 
producing.

Atkins Looking To Conquer 
Additional Musical Realms

NASHVILLE - Where does a man go from 
the top of the ladder? If you're guitar vir- 
tuoso Chet Atkins, you just stick another 
ladder on top of the one you're on, and take 
another step up. 

Rather than rest on his laurels, Atkins 
has recently continued his foray into vocal 
recording, has pioneered the utilization of 
an Eventide Clockworks Harmonizer on a 

vocal performance and has designed a 
Gretsch guitar that is being snapped up by 
top musicians in rock music. 

Singing Now 
Atkins' new single, the James Taylor - 

penned "Me And My Guitar," from his new 
album of the same name, features several 
lines of Atkins, vocalizing. "It's about one- 
third vocalizing and three -fourths in- 
strumental," he jokes. Last year Atkins 
released a novelty vocal record called 
"Frog Kissing," his first vocal since the very 
early stages of his career, and received 
critical praise for an easy-going, natural 
style. 

On the record Atkins, who has recently 
installed a 16 -track studio in his home, uses 
an Eventide Clockworks Harmonizer 
purchased for the studio, on his vocal 
tracks. The harmonizer, which costs $1,- 
500, is a relatively new product used in 
Nashville studios primarily on instrument 
tracks. 

"You run a single signal through the box, 

and it splits the signal," Atkins explains. 
"You then detune one of the signals, that is, 
raise or lower its pitch, and played together 
they sound like harmonizing. Grady Martin 
suggested that I try it." 

The Atkins -designed Gretsch "Super 
Axe" guitar has been purchased by rock 
musicians like Randy Bachman of 
Bachman -Turner Overdrive, the Eagles 
and the Doobie Brothers. Retailers report 
they currently have heavy back orders for 
the instrument. 

'Super Axe' 
The Super Axe, which Atkins designed at 

Gretsch's request due to their feeling that 
they were not gaining an adequate share of 
the rock market, is a solid -body guitar - 
heavier and bigger than a standard electric 
guitar. 

"The guitar is shaped so it will rest on a 
musician's knee," Atkins said. "So, it's 
easier to sit down and strum it. It fits the 
body better, and it is not necessary to use a 

strap." 
The new guitar sustains longer than most 

guitars, he added, meaning that the sound 
will carry longer. This is achieved through a 
compressor which compresses the sound 
and releases it gradually, causing a longer 
sustain. 

The guitar also includes a phaser, which 
causes musical sound to vary from thin to 
heavy to thin, usually at a rate of over two 
cycles per second.

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TALENT ON STAGE 
Bill Evans Trio/ 

Pat Metheny 
ROXY, L.A. - The affair was a simple one 
with Bill Evans playing awell miked Baldwin 
piano and the absence of any electric ac- 
coutrements was most refreshing. Eddie 
Gomel s standup bass was amplified, but 
the natural tones and subtleties of his work 
were not hampered by the amp whose 
volume was at a judicious level. Eliot Zig- 
mund's drums provided the basics. Since 
1956, Bill has been leading his own trio. His 
first performance at the Roxy provided him 
with no reason to stop. 

What can you say about an artist who, by 
his very performance, causes a reviewer to 
forget to take notes? It is simply that the 
flow, the texture and the sensitivity that 
Evans brings to his craft enthralls the ears. 
The communication between the group is 
one of practiced ease and incredible ef- 
ficiency. Eddie's bass yields a crucible of 
melodic support in addition to his dis- 
tinctive precision and speed in the fingers. 

While the introduction and the conclu- 
sion of the pieces generally exist in a 

somewhat structured arena, Evans allows 
the body of his works to flow from him as 
they will, creating as natural and valid 
musical statement as it would have been 
had it been laboriously constructed and 
charted. 

It was obvious that the musical state- 
ment, the form and the attitude of jazz in the 
pure sense is what is important to Evans 
and for that to exist, no words are 
necessary. As it was, not a word was 
spoken from the inception of the nine num- 
ber set until the encore. The audience 
understood. 

The entire set was punctuated by an in- 
credible weaving of talents. While Evans' 
piano naturally stood at the helm, the bass 
and drum play was carefully textured and 
beautifully excuted. It is only after listening 
to a few of the numbers that one can realize 
just how much of a unit the three men have 
become. A testimony to consistency. 

In contrast to Evans 'traditional' style, Pat 
Metheny, a rising young guitarist, opened 
the show with a surprisingly bright perfor- 
mance of contemporary jazz dynamics. 
Only 23, Metheny comes from the Gary 
Burton Quartet and if his first night in Los 
Angeles is any indication, he can only spiral 
upwards. 

While his accompanying musicians had 
fine credentials and the musical corn- 
petance to match, it was Methany's attitude 
and reverance towards his music that 
carried the show. Methany's fret work is ac- 
complished and with his eyes closed during 
every number, he paid tribute to concentra- 
tion and musical priorities. There is no 
question that he can move from the melodic 
to the mainstream with equal dignity.

Ted Nugent/Lynyrd Skynyrd 
Foreigner/REO Speedwagon/ Rex 

ANAHEIM STADIUM - When the motor 
city madman took his turn at bat at Angel 
Stadium, the 57,000 frenzied fans erupted 
in clamorous response. Ted Nugent's elec- 
trified elixir, as his no-nonsense opening 
tune promised, was indeed "Just What The 
Doctor Ordered." 

Terrible Ted and his heavy metal all- 
stars blasted his amplified hits to the sun- 
baked stands and beyond, in a high - 
potency set of non-stop and nasty rock and 
roll that shook the assembled and made 
Anaheim the epicenter of the outdoor con- 
cert season's last pre -planned earthquake. 
It was entirely fitting that Nugent, sharing 
top billing with Skynyrd, went on before the 
southern gentlemen because Ted's un- 
relenting rockers destroyed mightily any 
leftover lethargy in the crowd, infusing the 
masses with a dose of sheer energy as the 
sun set in the west. 

Under a spectacular full moon, Lynyrd 
Skynyrd took the stage, rolling out a tough 
but touching tribute to their MCA backers, 
who have helped bring them from Jackson- 
ville obscurity to national popularity. Ted's 
is not an easy act to follow but Skynyrd's 
hot-pickin' guitars and Ronnie Van Zandt's 
snarling vocals never missed a step as they 
took the crowd through a steadily building 
show that was a precisely crafted success. 

As a mark of their confidence, and to the 
surprise of their MCA publicists, Skynyrd 
even showcased two new songs from a 
forthcoming album, openly defiant of the 
hazardous challenge of an outdoor sound 
system that invariably distorts the best of 
bands. But as lights bathed the crowd for 
the final encore, Skynyrd pulled out all the 
stops for 'Free Bird," their soaring closer 

with a crashing cresendo that sent the 
crowd away smiling. 

Third -billed Foreigner, whose Greek 
Theatre performance was reviewed in the 
August 27 issue, gave an even better ac- 
counting of themselves than in their 
premier L.A. performance. Harmonies 
were right on the mark this time out, and 
Foreigner's strong material seems 
destined to just get better as this talented 
new band continues to dazzle the un- 
suspecting. 

For the first time in roughly three years, 
Los Angeles had a chance to hear REO 
Speedwagon, whose midwest popularity 
has yet to be matched with equal 
enthusiasm on both coasts. One has to 
wonder why, since REO is a hard-working 
crew blessed with a powerful lead vocalist 
in Kevin Cronin and a red-hot guitar trio led 
by Gary Richrath. Hopefully, the 
enthusiastic reception they received here, 
which seemed to surprise the band as 
much as the audience, will encourage REO 
and the promoters to give the sophisticated 
city slickers on the country's borders more 
frequent opportunities to pay their respects 
to a great band from the nation's heartland. 

Rex opened the show with a very credi- 
ble debut performance in front of a skep- 
tical and restless crowd which had no idea 
what to expect from the newcomers. 
Though their set may have suffered 
somewhat from the crowd's unfamilarity 
with the material Rex more than held their 
own with a hard rock set of introductory 
hors d'oeurves that drew a hearty response 
from the early arrivers.

GREEK THEATRE, LA - It would probably 
be of momentary interest to hypothesize as 
to the state of music had not the Carole 
King influence so shaped the medium. For- 
tunately, that is not a chore that we have to 
bear. Her recent performance at the Greek 
let us know just how much musical history 
we share with her and if one can escape the 
fact that her music is a household ex- 
perience, the show was memorable, if not 
exciting. 

In a well structured program, the first 
third of an exhaustive 24 song set con- 
tained a collection of tunes from her album 
"Tapestry," the mainstay of her popularity. 
Starting off alone at the piano, she brought 
members of her "side by side" band, 
Navarro, one or two at a time as she went 
through "Tapestry," "So Far Away," "(It's) 
Too Late Baby," and "Sweet Seasons" 
among others. 

Her raspy flavored voice was particularly 
effective on "Jazzman" as she seemed to 

loosen up a bit and began to throw herself 
into the musical attitude a bit more. Of her 
recently released material, "Hard Rock 
Cafe" was especially tasty with fine sax 
work rounding out the up -tempo tune. 

Carole then did a few numbers that she 
wrote for other artists before he own career 
took off. "Up On The Roof" featured a par- 
ticularly effective section of double drumm- 
ing by Navarro as did "Do The Locomo- 
tion." 

The audience refused to let go of her as 
on both nights, her two encore numbers 
were a delightfully moving "I Feel The Earth 
Move" and an almost tearful "You've Got A 
Friend." 

Navarro opened the show sans King and 
gave the audience an easy listening blend 
of smooth, multi -textured blend of mellow 
rock. The fine sound system of the theater 
accentuated the group's engaging vocals 
and their obvious musical competence.

Kiss/Cheap Trick 
FORUM, L.A. - Cannon blasts and billow- 
ing smoke accompany the event as the 
band is lowered to the stage via custom- 
made lifts onto their perilous platform 
shoes. Almost as one, the collective roaring 
approval of the crowd reaches the stage as, 
what one poll called "the greatest rock 
band in the world" answers back with a 
deafening mix of blaring guitars and driving 
drums. Kiss has arrived at the Forum. 

As always, their throatily enthusiastic 
and intensely loyal army, many of them in 
official army attire and regulation makeup, 
were as integral a part of the show as the 
musicians on the stage. For, as any devotee 
will tell you, the idea at a Kiss concert is not 
so much to just take in the music as it is to 
become part of it. Even if you often could 
not make out the words coming from the 
stage, chances were better than even that 
one of the several people around you would 
be singing along anyway. 

Of course, it's hardly like the communal 
singing at the youth camp bonfire. Though 
the ages might be roughly equivalent, the 
setting and the overall atmosphere are 
decidedly at odds. There is certainly plenty 
of fire, but it doesn't crackle quietly; it ex- 
plodes violently from huge stage bellows. 
Or Gene Simmons spits out the flames him- 
self with inveterate ease, while companion 
Ace Frehley strums a smoking guitar and 
cat -man Peter Criss brings his pounding 
percussive drum set closer to the crowd on 
a rolling thunderous platform. Whatever 
one says about the music, it's the best mix- 
ture of rock spectacle, mock theatre and 
high camp out on tour today. 

Kiss is no more threatening than the 
felines they portray, but their suggestive 
costuming and adolescently urgent music 
gives their youthful following a rich escapist 
fantasy to get behind. It's the power of 
playfulness without the pain of punk rock. 
And since every generation of teenagers 
experiences the rebel urges of overactive 
glands, the libindinal appeal of Kiss is a 
welcome alternative to the violence -prone 
prancing of the puckishly pugnacious 
punkers. May the Kiss tribe increase and 
multiply. 

Epic's hot -as -a -pistol Cheap Trick war- 
med up the crowd for the Kiss entree with 
another in their series of A-1 openings. 
They've played to a steadily increasing mul- 
titude of mostly astonished rock fans since 
they burst on the scene earlier this year with 
their cheerily melodic material that is per- 
formed with verve and polished 
professionalism. It's just about time for this 
well-balanced band of mixed and distinct 
personalities to take their rightful place at 
the top of the bill for an extended set of their 
infectiously entertaining material. The 
sooner the better.

Neil Sedaka/England Dan & John Ford Coley 
UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEATRE, LOS 
ANGELES - With almost 20 years of the 
music business under his belt, Neil Sedaka 
has begun yet another chapter in his life. 
Following the release of his debut album for 
Elektra Records, "A Song," Sedaka is on 
the road and, happily, still one of the 
liveliest shows in town. 

The lovely thing about Sedaka is that 
even when he frolics through his older 
material, such as "My Diary," "Stupid 
Cupid" and "Sweet 16," everyone knows 
the songs. No matter how much time has 
passed, his music seems to stand firmly on 
its own. 

The performance was a musical history 
of Neil Sedaka in two parts. The first part 
consisted of the man, his piano and a good 
mixture of his early songs. This included a 

very funny, exaggerated version of the first 
song he and longtime friend and 
collaborator Howard Greenfield ever wrote. 
It ended with what was at one point in time 
supposed to be their final song together, 

aptly titled "Our Last Song Together." 
All of a sudden in a burst of light and 

sound, the band (which included the wind- 
ed wizardry of Jim Horn) was on stage. 
They jumped into "Love Will Keep Us 
Together" and progressed through a selec- 
tion of some of today's best pop music. It 
was the kind of show that made you put out 
that extra effort to see over the shoulder of 
that tall person who always seems to sit in 
front of you. 

Opening the show were England Dan & 

John Ford Coley. Often, in the past, their 
mellow style and trademark harmonies 
tended to become monotonous, but these 
days they seem to have put more bite into 
their act. The duo delighted the audience 
with familiar favorites like "I'd Really Love 
To See You Tonight" and "Nights Are 
Forever," and surprised them with a few 
really spunky rock & roll numbers. The 
more aggressive change in their format is 
to be commended.

CBN Activates 24 Hour Religious 
Programming Via Cable Television 
PORTSMOUTH, VA. - The Christian 
Broadcasting Network has originated what 
it claims is the first 24 hour -a -day religious 
television program service, transmitted 
coast -to -coast via RCA's Satcom II satellite. 

Dr. M.G. (Pat) Robertson, president and 
founder of The Christian Broadcasting 
Network Inc. (CBN) activated this round- 
the-clock transmission of the network's 
programs from the site of CBN's own 
satellite earth station at Virginia Beach, Va. 
Robertson is known throughout the U.S. as 
a pioneer in the licensing of Christian televi- 
sion. 

Announcement of the Christian 
programming service to the nation's cable 
systems was made by Stanley Ditchfield, 
director of marketing for CBN, at the 17th 
annual convention of the Southern Cable 
Television Association in Atlanta. 

According to Ditchfield, the new service 
is the result of two years of development.

CBN's initial 24 hour programming in- 
cludes live and taped shows: The 700 Club, 
The Ross Bagley Show, musical, 
educational, minority interest, interview 
and women's programs. Plans are un- 
derway for the transmission of 24 -hour -a - 
day programming from WYAH-TV, 
Portsmouth, CBN's flagship station, to the 
nation's cable systems. 

In addition to the Portsmouth station, 
CBN owns and operates KXTX-TV, Dallas; 
WHAE-TV Atlanta; WXNE-TV Boston; and 
six radio stations in New York State.

RUMOR MILL RETRACTS - Steve Binder, producer of the upcoming Rolling Stone 
special, called to inform us that Chicago and Frampton were not turned down for the top- 
secret television show now being filmed in segments. Chicago was not contacted, and 
though Frampton was asked, Binder reports that he is unavailable ... Meanwhile, we do 
hear that Steve Martin (whose Warner album is due any day now, hopefully!) and Keith 
Moon are preparing a segment for the RS special wherein Keith shows Steve how to wreck 
a hotel room ... Word is also out that Crosby, Stills & Nash will perform but certainly not in 
the same segment ... Our street snipe told us that Paul Williams has just been signed by 
United Artists with an official announcement due in October ... It's official: Al Stewart's 

signing to Arista was in time for their San 
Diego convention ... The rumor that cir- 
culated two weeks ago re: Kenny Loggins' 
untimely death is not only happily untrue 
but we've found out how the whole thing got 
started. Seems that Kenny was in San 
Diego's Sea World to do a benefit for a local 
charity but arrived too late to do a sound 
check. Because he was unfamiliar with the 
stage, he stepped into the water near the

... Helen Reddy will be the new chairman 
of the National Kidney Foundation, a charity 
that has a personal interest in her since she 
has only one kidney herself ... As we go to 
press (Sept. 1) the Beach Boys are 
probably doing their encore in a special 
charity benefit for WNEW's 10th anniver- 
sary ... The hottest pix circulating this 

week will probably not see print as they show AD/DC's Angus Young backstage at the 
Whisky playing a little impromptu "hide and seek" with former Playboy photographer Suze 
Randall, whom we see here has nothing to hide. 
LONG SHOT PAYS OFF - When concert promoters Steve Wolf & Jim Rissmiller booked 
the co -headliners for the closing outdoor stadium concert of the season, it was a calculated 
risk because Lynryd Skynyrd and Ted Nugent were not nearly as big then as now. But they 
were seen smiling as they left last Saturday because, due to a ticketing agent's error, the 
55,000 -capacity Angels stadium admitted 57,000 ticket -holders while 4,000 more offered 
whatever their imaginations could conjure to get in, most to no avail ...

She is the first female celebritity to grace 
the cover of Playboy in 23 years ... Doug Gray of Marshall Tucker won his first race in the 
IHRA U.S. Open Drag Championships in Rockingham, N.C. driving a 1966 Chevy II that was 
clocked at 126.7 in a 1/4 mile... After a sufficient amount of reception champagne had been 
poured, the guests at the Jimmy Buffett wedding reception joined in on an impromptu jam 
of "Rocky Mountain Way" and "Oh Carol." The carolers included: Buffett, Glen Frey, Dan 
Fogelberg, Don Henley, Don Felder, Joe Walsh and J.D. Souther ... Those first three Ohio 
dates of the Sylvers and Jacksons have been cancelled due to promoter problems. That 
was OK with Foster Sylver, who used the time to go back into the studio to work on his first 
solo album since he was 11 years old - in 1973... We hear that Gabe Kaplan suggested to 
Sergio Mendes that if he did the sequel to Star Wars, Sergio could call it "Brazil 2001" .. . 

Kenny Kerner and Richie Wise are at Cherokee producing Virgin's debut ... Wings' 
guitarist Jimmy McCulloch has left his compadres to join the Small Faces ... The Star 
Wars promo war has escalated. The Casablanca folks swear that their Meco version will be 
gold by press -time but they report being a little hurt at the gift that arrived by messenger 
from 20th Century the week of the release -a black wreath to promo vp Bruce Bird saying 
the war had already been won.

A couple of weeks 
ago, opened the first Landriscina movie, "El 
Casamiento de Laucha," with strong box 
office results, and the artist is appearing 
also on a TV program and a series of TV 
commercials.

Younger brother Robbie Bachman is to 
stay in the group with co -writer and former 
bassist Fred Turner replacing Randy on 
guitar. A new bassist with vocal abilities is 

now being sought. 
In a new contract with Mercury, the re- 

formed BTO will continue with Mercury, as 
will Randy Bachman in his new solo situa- 
tion. Polydor Canada plans to release a 

"Live In Japan" LP here in early September 
to maximize renewed interest in the group 
created by the exit of the band's senior 
member. 

Musical differences were cited as the 
reason for Bachman's exit from the group, 
and his affairs are now being handled by 
Graham Waymark, an entertainment tax 
specialist based in Vancouver. 

BMI Canada Is 
Now PRO Canada 
ONTARIO - The performing right 
organization BMI Canada Limited has 
changed its name to Performing Rights 
Organization of Canada Limited. The short 
form of identification will be PRO Canada. 
The licensing body represents more than 
7,300 affiliated writers and composers and 
1,300 Canadian music publishers. 

BMI Canada was formed in 1940 by 
Broadcast Music, Inc. in the United States 
solely as a licensing body, to license in 

Canada the U.S. cataglog. In 1947, 
however, BMI Canada became activated to 
work on behalf of Canadian music creators 
and on July 1 of last year, the shares owned 
by Broadcast Music, Inc. were acquired by 
Music Promotion Foundation, Canadian 
non-profit corporation. 

PRO Canada operates from three of- 
fices: the head office in Don Mills, Ontario, 
branch offices in Montreal and Vancouver. 
Its board includes writer/publisher af- 
filiates representing the geographic areas 
of Canada.

Rose Royce are set to make their British tour debut promoted by Arthur Howes with a 

series of seven confirmed dates opening at Plymouth Castaways on September 21, in- 
cluding London Hammersmith Odeon (29) and concluding on October 1 at London 
Southgate Royalty Ballroom. Three additional dates are likely. 

Lovelace Watkins returns to the U.K. for his first major concert and cabaret tour in three 
years. It includes the Manchester Free Trade Hall (September 14) and his London 
Palladium debut on October 9. 

CashBoxln terna tional 
Presley's Death Shocks U.K. 
LONDON - The sudden death of Elvis 
Presley stunned his many admirers in and 
out of the music industry throughout the 
UK. Radio and TV services hurriedly re- 
jigged their program schedules when the 
news broke, and widespread newspaper 
coverage was given to Presley's life and 
career. His obituary took pride of place in 
the August column devoted to that purpose 
in The Times under the heading "Mr. Elvis 
Presley, 'The king' of rock and roll music." 

Radio Tees, a station in the independent 
radio network, broadcast an announce- 
ment of Presley's death within five minutes 
of receiving the news by teleprinter and a 
full obituary five minutes later. Every other 
disk played from then until closedown was 
a Presley platter, and the station staff led by 
program controller Bob Hopton worked 
throughout the night to prepare a 
documentary on the singer's career which 
was broadcast the following morning at 
breakfast time. It included telephone inter- 
views with Vernon Presley, the star's father, 
the Memphis police department on local 
reaction to the death, British stars such as 
Cliff Richard and Marty Wilde who rose to 
fame at the same time as Presley, foreign 
visitors to an international folklore festival 
at Billingham near the Tees station, and a 
German citizen who had known Presley 
during his GI days in that country and 
remained in touch with him ever since. This 

latter interview was set up with the co- 
operation of AFN in Cologne. The Tees 
documentary was fed in whole or part to the 
other 18 stations of the ILR network through 
Independent Radio News' wire service. 

Another commercial radio station, Pic- 
cadilly, hooked up live with a Memphis 
radio station to discuss Presley's immense 
contribution to popular music, and Pic- 
cadilly scrapped its regular soul program 
the following Sunday evening to broadcast 
a long tribute to the singer. 

The UK branch of the Presley fan club 
took the news particularly hard, not least 
because their idol died three days before 
their 21st annual convention was due to 
take place in Nottingham. It had been plan- 
ned to screen two Presley movies for the 
occasion, but fans were of the opinion that a 

church service and prolonged vigil of 
remembrance would be substituted. Fan 
club chairman Todd Slaughter appealed to 
all the members to remain calm, and ex- 
pressed fears that the more fanatical 
amongst them might be so affected by grief 
as to contemplate acts of suicide. 

The American Embassy in London's 
Grosvenor Square had received so many 
tearful telephone calls and visits that it was 
contemplating making arrangements for 
Presley fans to leave floral tributes at the 
embassy and possibly sign a book of 
remembrance.

rack jobbing company handling full -price product and jointly owned by EMI Records, 
Decca, Polygram and Pye. He succeeds James Arnold Baker, who has left to work outside 
the music industry, and is currently a director of Music for Pleasure, the EMI budget LP 
company. 

John Edmond, general manager of Gallo Music (MPA), Gallo (Africa) Limited's music 
publishing company, has been appointed a director of the company effective immediately. 

WEA Road Show Begins 
NEW YORK - The WEA "International 
Road Show" kicks off with the staff of WEA 
International visiting every subsidiary com- 
pany throughout the world holding its an- 
nual sales and marketing meets. These 
meetings are being presented before the 
entire staff of each resident company. 

The WEA International presentations are 
being held simultaneously in Europe and in 
the Far East, with two separate teams work- 
ing the different areas. Team one, com- 
posed of Nesuhi Ertegun, Stan Levine, 
Donald Franco, Brigitta Peschko, and 
Claude Nobs, accompanied by Stan Cor- 
nyn and Adam Somers of Warner Bros. 
Records, Mel Posner and Jerry Sharell of 
Elektra/Asylum, and Jerry Greenberg, 
Mike Klenfner, Phil Carlson and Sheldon 
Vogel of Atlantic Records, started their 
meetings August 27 in Amsterdam with the 
Dutch company.

classics.

Howard pointed out that, except through 

its Butterick Pattern subsidiary, American 
Can had never been involved in the "dry - 
goods" side of retailing before it acquired 
Pickwick. Therefore, he said, the personnel 
of the retailing division are now American 
Can's retailing "experts." He asked his 
listeners to be prepared to broaden their 
horizons, but gave no indication that his 
company would like to use music retailing 
as a jumping-off point for expansion into 
other retail areas. 

No Interference 
Both Sterling and Howard reiterated 

American Can's policy of not interfering in 
the day-to-day operations of its sub- 
sidiaries. However, according to Young, the 
parent is providing management develop- 
ment programs to supplement Pickwick's 
own sales training programs. Management 
training, which is needed to provide more 
top-notch corporate personnel as the divi- 
sion expands, will encompass such func- 
tions as inventory control, purchasing, and 
electronic data processing. 

On the store level, the problem of finding 
and/or training competent managers and 
salespeople is expected to become more 
acute as the division opens new units at a 

faster rate. In his opening remarks at the 
convention, C. Charles Smith, president of 
Pickwick, said this was a constraining fac- 
tor for the entire company. "The only limit to 
Pickwick growth is that there may not be 
enough trained personnel available to push 
it ahead as fast as we would like to go." 

Asked whether market saturation might 
not be another limiting factor, Young 
replied, "No market in the country is over- 
saturated with record retailers." 

Major Thrust 
In a speech delivered to the assembled 

store managers and retail supervisors, 
Sterling pointed out that the major thrust of 
American Can's expansion in recent years 
has been in the field of consumer products 
and consumer product distribution. 
Pickwick was acquired, he said, because 
AmCan's studies showed it to be the largest 
and best record merchandiser. Similarly, 
May termed Pickwick "one of the keys to 
the expansion of our whole consumer 
field." 

Food Packaging 
Howard expanded on this theme, noting 

that American Can's interest in the con- 
sumer products field stemmed from its 
large-scale food -packaging enterprises. 
The corporation focused on the record in- 
dustry, Howard continued, because home

areas where hot product disappears very 
quickly. Since they have to pay the dealer 
price on direct buys, rather than the lower 
subdistributor price, Pickwick's per -unit 
profit on these items is lower than it is on 
other LPs. However, a volume business can 
cover this loss, and Pickwick recognizes 
the importance of having product available 
on time to maintain consumer loyalty. 

With these factors in mind, Pickwick 
plans to extend the direct -buying program 
to all of its retail stores, including all the Mu- 
sicland units. However, the direct -buy op- 
tion will be strictly limited to "meaningful 
new releases" and "esoteric" product for 
sale to libraries, schools and other institu- 
tions, according to Dieter Wilkinson, 
divisional product manager and former 
head of Recco. 

Under the terms of this program, 
manufacturers will set up accounts for each 
Pickwick store at their distributing 
branches. Each direct buy will have to be 
authorized by the division's central office 
before the manufacturer can drop -ship the 
goods (only albums at the start) to the re- 
questing store. Directly bought merchan- 
dise cannot be returned directly to the 
manufacturers. Instead, it will have to be 
shipped to the nearest Pickwick branch, 
and Pickwick will get credit for the goods 
from the manufacturers. 

One reason for the late arrival of certain 
kinds of product at the retail level, Wilkin- 
son told the managers, is that the retailing 
division may not r.lways know that it has 
arrived at the central warehouse. Noting 
that steps are being taken to remedy this 
situation, Wilkinson also urged the 
managers to pull dead product and make 
sure that headquarters knows whether or 
not they are receiving their proper alloca- 
tions of goods, especially in specialized 
areas like classical, jazz and R&B. Only by 
operating along these lines, he stressed, 
can stores by expected to reach their goal 
of four turns a year. 

Wilkinson announced that the availability 
of cutouts to his dealers, particularly in 
specialized areas, would soon be in- 
creased. Some of the Rack Service Divi- 
sion's cutout buyers, he said, will be looking 
eut for specialized product that normally 
doesn't sell well in rack -supplied outlets, 
but would move at a good clip in a retail 
store. 

Bill Schmitt, advertising manager for the 
retailing division, similarly addressed him- 
self to the facilitation of better communica- 
tions between distribution branches and 
retail outlets. In an advertising seminar, he 
said that under the "old Pickwick regime" 
(presumably pre -merger), it was often dif- 
ficult for retail stores to procure local ad 
dollars from Pickwick wholesale branches. 
Now, however, he said, the retailing divi- 
sion's management is trying to break down 
the barriers of misunderstanding that 
separate the two divisions. As a step in this 
direction, he noted, district supervisors 
have been made responsible for getting

branch advertising funds and reporting 
their disbursement to his office. 

Schmitt's remarks evoked some heated 
reactions from the group. Several 
managers complained about what they saw 
as the unresponsiveness of branch buyers 
with regard to the dealers' need for 
products. "If you took direct buy away," 
commented one, "it would be insanity." 
Another asserted that "you have to buy it 
from Minneapolis, or you have to stick your 
neck out and direct buy." 

A buyer who was present assured the 
managers that the company was working 
on a solution to this problem. In two weeks, 
she said, the buyers will meet to discuss the 
topic. 

'New Music' Tapes 
At the convention's outset, both Smith 

and Young emphasized the importance of 
making the customer feel at home in a Pick- 
wick store. "With an increasing percent- 
age of record buyers in the over -25 group, 
we want to create an atmosphere in which 
they can be comfortable," said Smith. One 
way to do this he suggested, was to reduce 
the clutter of posters, T-shirts and other 
promotional materials that obstruct 
customers on their way to find records. 
"We're in the record business," he noted. 

Smith also suggested that managers 
play the programmed, point -of -sale "new 
music" tapes which were sent to all stores 
about 10 weeks ago, instead of playing "the 
local FM station." 

Consisting of 20 cuts off as many new 
albums in an 80 -minute format, the con- 
tents of the tapes are based on feedback 
from the Pickwick managers to the 
manufacturers about what they are selling. 
At present, one tape, changed once a week, 
is used by all Pickwick stores around the 
country. However, Pickwick is currently 
working with the manufacturers to provide 
tapes slanted more toward various kinds of 
consumers in different markets. Record 
companies apparently like the program 
because it gives them an alternative to air- 
play on new albums. 

The "New Music" concept was borrowed 
from Soundaround, a company which sold 
programmed tapes to record retailers. The 
main drawback of the Soundaround tapes, 
according to Mike Kelley, New Music 
supervisor, was that they didn't correspond 
to the albums that were currently in the 
stores when the tapes were played. He felt 
that programming the cuts from the 
Pickwick managers' feedback instead of 
the national charts provided a better 
correspondence with sales. 

Several store managers, questioned 
about the program, agreed with Kelley. One 
pointed out that the predominantly rock - 
oriented Soundaround cuts didn't work in 
R&B stores, while another said that impulse 
buying had increased in his unit as a result 
of playing the "New Music" tapes. 

Kelley said he particularly wants to 
develop two specific kinds of tapes. One 
would be for campus -oriented stores; the 
other, for Pickwick's 62 classical -oriented 
outlets. 

'Unique' Promotion 
Among the several programs on which 

manufacturers are working only with the 
Pickwick Retailing Division, besides "New 
Music," is WEA's "Star Wares" incentive 
program. From September 5-24, WEA will 
hold a sales contest on 15 albums, five each 
from Warner Bros., Elektra/Asylum and 
Atlantic Records. Featuring new as well as 
established artists, they will include the 
latest LPs from CSN, Yes, Firefall, Linda 
Ronstadt, Judy Collins, Carole Bayer 
Sager, Neil Young, Doobie Bros., and San- 
ford/Townsend. Winners will receive cash 
prizes or Atari video sets. 

Rich Lionetti, vice president of national 
sales for WEA, said that the company does 
not plan to run any advertising specifically 
in support of the "Star Wares" contest.

Sears' Second Qtr. 
Income Jumps 51%, 
Due To Allstate Gains 
CHICAGO - Sears, Roebuck and Co. has 
reported a 51% earnings gain for its second 
quarter, ended July 31, 1977. Company of- 
ficials said almost all the increase was at- 
tributable to Sears' Allstate Insurance Co. 

Sears' second-quarter profits rose from 
$137 million last year to $207 million, while 
sales climbed from $3.5 billion to $4.1 
billion. The Allstate group contributed 35 
cents a share to Sears' total -period - 
earnings of 43 cents a share; since Allstate 
contributed only 13 cents a share during 
the prior -year period, it would appear that 
retailing income was relatively flat. 

Arthur Wood, chairman of the board of 
the nation's largest volume retailer, said 
Sears' current strategy of slashing prices 
on thousands of items has resulted in 
"somewhat lower" gross margins. 
However, he expressed optimism that the 
ultimate effect of the move would be to 
make Sears more competitive with other 
discount chains. 

Sears' record and tape operations 
around the country are one example of that 
trend toward price -cutting. Many Sears 
units now sell selected LPs as low as $3.97 
in an effort to establish low -price image. 

The company further announced the 
planned opening of 10 retail stores over the 
next six months, seven of those in new 
markets. These outlets will occupy a total 
space of 1.7 million square feet. 

Over the past six months, Sears has 
opened 15 stores, two serving new 
markets. With an adjustment for the closing 
of existing stores, Sears added over 1.3 
million square feet of floor space during 
that period.
