NAOL Attacks Exemption Of 
Musicians Union From Taxes

NEW YORK - The National Association of 
Orchestra Leaders, which represents both 
orchestra leader/employers and self- 
employed "contractors," plans to take legal 
action to have the tax-exempt status of the 
American Federation of Musicians Union 
revoked. 

Charles Peterson, treasurer of the 
NAOL, said the association planned to take 
its plea to the U.S. Department of Labor 
and, if necessary, challenge the AF of M's 
tax-exempt status in the federal courts. 

The issue, according to Peterson, is the 
fact that the majority of AF of M mem- 
bership is comprised of "employers and 
self-employed independents" who have 
used their membership in the union to "im- 
munize themselves from federal laws" (i.e. 
tax laws). Only a minority of union mem- 

Warner Brothers 
'Loss Leaders' LPs 
Now In 10th Year 

by Randy Lewis 
LOS ANGELES - After almost 10 years 
since Warner Bros. Records first in- 
troduced its "loss leaders" sampler 
albums, the concept of packaging several 
artists in a low-cost album has proven suc- 
cessful and "is booming," according to 
Stan Cornyn, executive vice president of 
Warner Bros. 

The albums are advertised on the inner 
sleeve of most Warner Bros. albums and 
available to consumers by mail, not at retail 
stores. "We are quite candid about it," 
Cornyn said. "What we say is, 'We are offer- 
ing you low-cost exposure to albums which 
may or may not get a lot of airplay 
otherwise' and people do buy the albums." 

'Unknowns' 
Cornyn said it was his idea to package 

songs by such "unknowns" as Joni 
Mitchell, Jimi Hendrix, Neil Young and 
Randy Newman, among others, into a dou- 
ble record and offer it to consumers for two 
dollars. 

"The initial reason," Cornyn said, "was 
that FM radio was hardly a power. We were 
dominated by Top 40 stations and at a time 
when a Joni Mitchell or a Neil Young was 
fighting for exposure, this was an additional 
means of getting them exposure. 

'Contnue Philosophy' 
"We continue that philosophy today. 

Although FM has taken care of itself very 
nicely, we still feel that there are artists who 
have good albums that do not get max- 
imum exposure on radio. We take tracks by 
some of our newer artists and we try to 
mix them up wtih tracks from artists who 
are more established." 

He said the loss leaders are considered a 
successful venture by Warner Bros. "We 
have about 25 of them (in the series) now

bers, Peterson continued, are members of 
orchestras or bands "under the direct con- 
trol of an employer" and therefore subject 
to legal definition as "employees." 

"A union, according to law, exists to 
represent 'employees' in collective 
bargaining with 'employers'," Peterson 
commented. But the union members, in 
this case, are themselves employers, and 
that violates the intent of collective bargain- 
ing law." 

In a related matter, the NAOL plans a 
court challenge to a recent agreement be- 
tween the AF of M board of directors and 
the International Theatrical Agents 
Association (ITAA). This pact raised the 
commission of talent agents from 10% to 
15%, and encouraged those agents to also 
fill the role of personal managers. 

The legal basis for the challenge, Peter- 
son explained, is that the decision was 
made "without even consulting the em- 
ployers and independent equal partners 
who will pay this increase." Peterson said 
the failure to bargain with the employers, 
many of whom are NAOL members, 
violates collective bargaining statutes, and 
is a "monopolistic, price-fixing practice." 

Aside from this legal argument, the 
NAOL and the National Conference of Per- 
sonal Managers both vigorously oppose 
the idea of having talent agents compete in 
the management business. "The (AF of M) 
is encouraging them (artists) not to do 
business with managers anymore," Peter- 
son asserted. "The booking agents are of- 
fering these services at a cut rate of 15% 
(personal managers generally get 10% and 
up). But you and I know that they can't per- 
form the same services the managers can." 

These matters are among a number of 
legal and professional issues being con- 
tested by the unions and personal 
managers. These include efforts by the 
American Federation of Television and 
Radio Artists (AFTRA) to have managers 
"franchised" by the union in order for them 
to do business. 

The managers claim they are not "em -

Records Group 
Of CBS Reports 
Third Qtr. Gain 
NEW YORK - The CBS Records Group 
has reported a 23% sales gain in the third 
quarter of 1977 over the comparable period 
of 1976. The CBS/Columbia Group, which 
includes the Columbia Record Club, 
posted a 21% sales gain during the third 
quarter. 

Both operating groups contributed to 
CBS Inc.'s record sales and earnings for 
the quarter. The corporation posted third 
quarter net income of $43.8 million, up from 
$40.8 million last year, while sales rose 
from $524.7 million to $655.4 million this 
year. 

For this first nine months of 1977, CBS 
Inc.'s sales and earnings also reached 
record levels. The company earned $131.7 
million this year, up from $116.1 million on 
sales of $1.94 billion, compared with $1.57 
billion in the previous year.

RCA Corp. Posts 
Third Qtr. Results 
For Records Div. 
NEW YORK - RCA Corp. has reported 
record third quarter sales and earnings for 
the records division, due mostly to in- 
creased domestic demand for the late Elvis 
Prelsey's product. 

Overall, RCA Corp.'s income in the quar- 
ter rose 88% from the same period of 1976. 
Earnings for this year's three-month period 
were $62.9 million compared with $33.4 
million a year earlier. However, the 1976 
figure includes a $20 million reserve, which, 
if excluded, reflects an 18% operating in- 
come increase in 1977. Sales for the quar- 
ter rose 10%, from $1.33 billion to $1.5 
billion. 

Over the first nine months of this year, 
RCA's earnings rose 50% from $121.4 
million to $181.5 million. That nine -month 
1976 figure also was reduced by the $20 
million reserve. Sales for the nine months 
rose 9%, from $3.9 billion to $4.27 billion. 

The company provided no breakdown of 
the record division's figures. 
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Informer Claims 
Threat As Klein 
Trial Commences 
NEW YORK - The U.S. government this 
week opened its tax evasion case against 
former Beatles manager Allen Klein in 
Manhattan Federal District Court. Klein is 
charged with avoiding $200,000 in taxes on 
income allegedly gained from the sale of 
promotional records to wholesalers be- 
tween 1970 and 1972. 

The prosecution's key witness is former 
Klein associate Peter Benedetto, known 
professionally as Peter Bennett.

CBS Dominates 
Cash Box Charts 
For LPs, Singles 

by Randy Lewis 
LOS ANGELES - CBS Records and its af- 
filiated labels by far hold the lion's share of 
Cash Box's charts for pop, R&B and coun- 
try 45s and LPs and jazz albums, according 
to an analysis of those listings. 

Based on last week's charts (Cash Box, 
October 15), 109 of the total 665 records on 
the seven charts, or 16.4%, appear on 
either CBS, Epic, Portrait or one of the com- 
pany's other associated labels. 

This figure is almost double the number 
of records on the charts by any other single 
company. RCA Records came closest to 
CBS with 55 records, or 8.2%, of the com- 
bined 665 records on seven charts. 
Because of crossover of some records bet- 
ween pop and R&B or pop and country 
charts, the totals for the six listings do not 
necessarily represent, in the case of CBS 
for example, 109 different records. It does, 
however, mean the company has that many 
chart positions. 

Pop Records 
For pop singles and albums, CBS and 

Warner Bros. Records dominate the charts,

onstant Despite Price Rises 
by Ken Terry 

NEW YORK - While wholesale price in- 
creases by WEA, Capitol, and, most recent- 
ly, CBS have caused some anguish among 
subdistributors, one -stops and small 
retailers, the most optimistic of the record 
merchandisers are still hoping that the big 
manufacturers will help them by raising the 
level of coop advertising. 

However, it appears that this will not be 
the case. Manufacturers have long felt that 
"coop" advertising, for which they pay out 
of their own pockets, should be considered 
a privilege, not a right. Furthermore, some 
of the record companies would like to dis- 
pense with commitments to specified dollar 
amounts of coop advertising. These labels 
want to gear their advertising to what will 
sell the most records overall, rather than to 
the gross sales of each individual account. 

Alan Perper, national advertising 
manager for WEA, is a strong advocate of 
this position. Until recently, he noted, WEA 
geared advertising directly to sales at the 
account level. Now, he said, the company is 
beginning to evaluate its advertising in 
terms of return on investment. "We're try- 
ing to provide as much advertising money 
as we possibly can, but we're trying to get a 

bounce for our buck, too ... It's not so 
much a matter of the business (ad volume) 
we are doing with our customers as it is tak- 
ing a look at the dollars we are currently 
spending and figuring out how to use it 

more efficiently." 
As Perper saw it, record companies have 

traditionally tried to sell more records by 
simply pumping more dollars into "the 
same programs year in and year out. They 

take care of our accounts, but don't deliver 
the efficiency we're looking for." Instead of 
simply spending more on coop radio and 
print ads, he suggested, WEA is now in- 
vestigating additional avenues for promo- 
tion, such as using television to "expose 
major new pop acts." 

This costs a great deal of money, of 
course; but Perper said he felt that it is 

necessary to concentrate advertising funds 
in areas where the return on investment will 
be greatest. He pointed out that, in other in- 
dustries, this approach is commonplace; 
companies such as Polaroid and Xerox 
saturate the marketplace with advertising 
in order to gain consumer acceptance. This 
kind of marketing approach, he added, 
could also benefit the record business. 
"We're going to have to spend money up- 
front to educate people and to create that 
need." 

Perper stressed the fact that WEA has no

Two Music Plus Executives 
File Lawsuit Against Partners

LOS ANGELES - Two limited partners in 
the Music Plus retail operation here have 
filed a multi -million dollar lawsuit against 
four other partners in the 15 -store chain, 
charging fraud, conversion of funds for 
personal use and defamation of character 
resulting from the sale of alleged stolen 
record albums over a three-year period. 

In a complaint filed in Los Angeles 
County Superior Court Joe Falzone and 
Paul Edelstein brought charges against 
partners -shareholders Terry Pringle, David 
L. Marker, David Berkowitz and Louis 
Fogelman. Also charged were William 
Kincheloe, Charles Goldberg, Paul Kol- 
berg and Mike Colestock. 

The complaint alleged that the defen- 
dants removed large sums of money from 
certain Music Plus stores, depositing the

money into a fund marked "the zebra ac- 
count." 

The plaintiffs further alleged that defen- 
dants "failed to return money discounts, 
given to Music Plus by certain newspapers 
for bulk advertising above a certain number 
of lines per period, to various record man- 
ufacturers who were paying for said adver- 
tising, and, instead credited said monies to 
the 'zebra' account." 

Radio Spot Discrepancies 
Additionally, plantiffs charged that 

defendants, "billed record manufacturers 
for radio station advertising time, which 
bills did not accurately reflect the amount of 
advertising time (and number of advertis- 
ing spots); in fact, the amount of advertising 
time and number of radio spots actually

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Terence Boylan 
You might just be sorry you missed 

Terence Boylan the first time around. That's 
what Rolling Stone magazine thought of 
"Appletree Theater," an album he made 
with his brother John Boylan, now a record 
producer, back in 1968. The Stone mention 
"was the only little pat on the back we got," 
relates Terence, for an album that was quite 
revolutionary in its concept of blending 
music with numorous theatrical skits. In 
fact, Phil Proctor and Peter Bergman of 
Firesign Theater told Boylan that hearing 
one side of his album on their car radio had 
convinced them that it was possible to 
transfer some of the ideas they used in their 
radio show to a record album. 

That album, according to Boylan, was a 
natural outgrowth of his theater major at 
Bard College in New York state, where he 
and his brother played in a band called 
Boons Boylan with Walter Becker and 
Donald Fagen, who would go on to form 
Steely Dan. Long before college, in fact, 
Terence had been performing in New York 
City's Greenwich Village clubs, where he 
met and became friendly with Bob Doylan. 

All these roads somehow lead to the 
recording artist whose first solo album has 
recently been released on Elektra/Asylum. 
His lyrics continue to exhibit his literary 
flair. "Where Are You Hiding," for instance, 
is inspired by the moods created by ac- 
counts of Old Salem found in "The Cruci- 
ble," or the works of Nathaniel Hawthorne. 
"Rain King" has something to do with Saul 
Bellows' "Henderson The Rain King," or its 
influence on Boylan the songwriter. "It's 
that fantasy of dropping all credit cards, 
luggage, television, hamburgers and 
everything, and just heading into the jungle 
of darkest Africa." 

Boylan warns, however, that he hasn't 
been putting books and experiences to 
music. Rather, the specific idea or event is 
peripheral to the song, affecting, yet not 
creating it in any specific way. "The book 
might strike off a mood, and then a month 
later, perhaps a song comes out, which 
doesn't have anything directly to do with the 
narrative of the book, although it follows 
somehow." 

UA Receives Platinum, 
Six Gold Certifications 
LOS ANGELES - United Artists Records 
recently received gold awards for four LPs 
and two singles as well as a platinum award 
for the soundtrack album from the film 
"Rocky." 

Albums that received gold awards from 
the RIAA were "Platinum Jazz" by War, 
"Travelin' Man" by Rick Nelson and the 
self -titled LP by Kenny Rogers. UA also re- 
ceived a gold LP for the "Rocky" sound- 
track. 

Singles receiving gold awards were Bill 
Conti's theme from "Rocky," "Gonna Fly, 
Now" and Kenny Rogers' "Lucille." 

War Tour Begins 
LOS ANGELES - MCA recording group 
War kicked off their 1977 national tour at El 

Paso Community College in El Paso, Texas 
on October 13. The band's debut LP for 
MCA is scheduled for release in November. 

Tom Petty 
For 10 months the first album from Tom 

Petty And The Heartbreakers languished in 
record stores across the land seemingly 
destined for that worst of all reactions to 
any artist whether new or established - in- 
difference. But the energy that Tom Petty 
had stored up in his 10 years as a frustrated 
rocker was not about to be stifled. His band 
and he took to the road, and all of a sudden, 
nearly a year later, Tom Petty exploded. 

Wherever they went they were warmly 
received by admiring members of the 
press. In fact, Petty gives the press much 
credit for his success. "I think the press 
played an important part in keeping the 
band alive for most of this year," he ex- 
plains, "They sort of stirred up the original 
interest that made people check us out. 
They were there from the beginning and it's 
great when they can use their influence in a 
positive way like that." 

But the press could only arouse the in- 
terest; it was up to Petty to sustain it in con- 
cert. As it turned out, skeptics only had to 
see the shows to drop their cynicism and 
become fans. So, Petty and Co. did show 
after show and things gradually began to 
turn around. "Touring has really done it for 
us," says Petty. "Wherever we played we 
would have an immediate response on the 
record and so it became the old story, go 
out and play and take it to the people." 

And so they did, but even the record 
company was slow to set the wheels in mo- 
tion. "There wasn't anyone really actively 
behind it until it went top 20 in England and 
then people over here began to notice and 
that really changed things," recalls Petty. 
"Our record company changed a great deal 
after that too. They had a big personnel 
changeover and the new bunch sort of 
realized that it was a rock band and a good 
one so they decided to sort of reissue the 
record, in a way, and give it another shot as 
a result of the success in Europe." 

One of the problems was one of identity. 
Because Petty sports a leather jacket on the 
cover of his album, some people im- 
mediately labelled the music punk, which it 
clearly is not. "That labelling stuff is all a 
bunch of jive," Petty said. "Some people 
definitely try to squeeze you into some kind 
of category so they can assume they un- 
derstand you. But this band won't join any 
clubs or anything. We're just a rock and roll 
band." 

Petty does, however, appreciate the 
energy that the New Wave or punk move- 
ment has behind it because he too is an ex- 
emplar of the ever-changing attitude that 
keeps music fresh. As he says, "I do want to 
give radio back to the kids. I think the disco 
thing took over for a while and that was 
dreadful. I think the kids would rather hear 
a rock band that's theirs than something 
from their older sisters or something. I don't 
really think they prefer the lush slick stuff on 
the radio if they're given a choice." 

In keeping true to his attitudes Petty 
predicts the next album will not be the same 
as this one, but like the debut album, will 
feature songs that don't all sound the same. 
"I can't stand it when an album sounds the 
same all the way through. It drives me 
crazy," he says. 

Eggers Requests Distributor Support 
At Tomato's Premiere Convention

NEW ORLEANS - The Tomato Music 
Company keyed its first annual convention, 
co -hosted by GRT Tapes, to the release of 
"King Albert," Albert King's debut album 
for the label, and the theme "Grow With 
Us," an offer aimed directly at the nation's 
independent distributors, many of whom 
were in attendence. 

Kevin Eggers, president of Tomato and 
former head of Poppy and Utopia Records, 
told the convention, "We're asking you to 
share in a dream - to start an independent 
company."

Postal Service 
Predicts Budget 
Surplus In 1979 

by Joanne Ostrow 
WASHINGTON, D.C. -A five-year projec- 
tion of Postal Service rates, volumes and 
budget presented by the assistant 
Postmaster General for finance to a recent 
board of governors meeting, includes a 
prediction for a budget surplus for the 
system - of about $282 million for one year 
from now. 

A year -and -a -half ago, the Postal Ser- 
vice projected lower volumes of mail; in- 
stead they have witnessed a pickup. The 
estimated total for fiscal year (FY) 1977 
(ended September 30) is 92 billion pieces 
of mail up from 90 billion a year earlier. The 
crystal ball -gazers project a continued in- 
crease to close to 100 billion pieces by the 
end of FY' 81. 

Given that projection, they forecast a 

budget surplus in FY' 79 of $282 million. 
Underlying Assumptions 

That estimate rests on the assumption 
that the first-class rate will go up to 16 cents 
(the rate case is still pending, a decision is 
expected by next April). 18 months ago, the 
Service anticipated a rise to 22 cents for 
first-class by the end of 1981 and now it ap- 
pears the rate will be a bit less than that. The 
projections also take into account the un- 
changed levels of service for the future 
(rather than cutting out Saturday 
deliveries); the expected continuation of 
Federal appropriations as they now exist (a 
Carter spokesman ruled out the possibility 
of increased subsidies, in recent testimony 
before a House subcommittee); capital in 
vestment funding as required and the 
promise of several new programs which, 
according to a Postal Service spokesman, 
"will attract or retain users." 

King was also showcased 
for the convention in concert at Rosy's, a 
New Orleans nightclub. 

Eggers also announced the appointment 
of Herb Goldfarb, president of Goldfarb 
Associates Inc., as general manager and 
senior vice president of Tomato. Goldfarb 
had previously served as the company's 
sales and marketing consultant, and before 
heading his own firm, Goldfarb was vice 
president of sales and marketing at London 
Records. 

In his address to the convention, 
Goldfarb cited the release of King's album 
as the beginning of "phase two" of the com- 
pany's growth period. Tomato was es- 
tablished in May, 1977. Phase two of 
Tomato's "battle with the majors," Goldfarb 
said, was planned to include the period up 
to March, 1978. 

Turning Point 
King's new album, produced by Don 

Davis of "Disco Lady" Fame, marked a 
turning point in Tomato's young history. It 
was the company's first release to be 
specifically targeted as a non -catalog item 
and marketed to a contemporary R&B 
audience. 

Tomato's previous releases, including 
albums by John Lee Hooker, Lightin' 
Hopkins, and Leadbelly, were marketed 
solely as catalog product in order for the 
company "to establish instant credibility," 
according to Eggers. 

"It was a question of quickly building a 

viable line," Eggers stated. "We wanted to 
get records in the pipeline, and we had a 

clear understanding of our audience, so we 
created a sales base." 

Although the independent distributors 
generally agreed that Eggers has pursued a 

wise initial sales strategy, several said they 
would like to see Tomato release more con- 
temporary, rock -oriented product. 

"They're starting out with a certain 
amount of steady business," said Mary 
Ginsburg, president of Aquarius Dis- 
tributors of New England, "but we're going 
to need some pop in the future." 

Another priority for the label, Eggers 
said, has been an emphasis on graphic 
design for album covers, a characteristic 
which drew widespread praise at the con- 
vention. The covers are the work of 
Tomato's design director, Milton Glaser, 
the noted New York artist and graphic 
designer. 

The distributors currently handling 
Tomato across the country include 
Pickwick International in Florida, Min- 
neapolis, and St. Louis; Schwartz Bros. in 
Washington, Baltimore and Philadelphia; 
Tara in Atlanta: Aquarius in Boston; MS in 
Chicago: Action in Cleveland; Big State in 
Dallas; Record Merchandising in Denver 
and Los Angeles; Music Trend in Detroit; 
Nylen in Honolulu; H.W. Dailey in Houston; 
Hot Line in Memphis; All -South in New 
Orleans; Beta in New York; Alta in Phoenix; 
Pacific in San Francisco; and Sound 
Record Distributors in Seattle.

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EXECUTIVES ON THE MOVE 

Isley's Success Is Attributed 
To Group's Self -Management 
by Phil !Mauro and Mark Mehler 
NEW YORK - Democracy may be fine for 
nations, but it has generally been con- 
sidered a highly inefficient way to manage a 
band. The Isley Brothers, in that respect, 
are the exception to the rule. 

"The six of us are a family first," explains 
group member Marvin Isley, who shares 
the limelight with his four brothers and their 
brother-in-law. "When it gets down to 
business, though, we're six individuals 
working at the same goal. No one person 
makes the decisions." 

So far, the group has made few wrong 
ones. Their record company, T -Neck, now 
a CBS Associated Label, was formed in 
1964, but was rarely employed back then, 
except for the release of a couple of singles. 
At that time, the Isleys were under contract 
to Motown. In 1969, the band began 
recording heavily on T -Neck, which was 
distributed by Buddah. In 1973, T -Neck 
joined CBS. Today the Isleys control a num- 
ber of affiliated companies, including a 
publishing firm, Bovina Music, a booking 
agency, Soul & Style Enterprises Inc., and a 
health club in upstate New York. Their 
Manhattan offices will also be relocated to 
upstate Mount Kisco within two years, and 
they plan to open their own recording 
studio. 

Currently, T -Neck is run by and for the 
Isleys only. Noted Marvin, "We've had a lot 
of requests to produce well-known artists 
and upcoming artists, but we haven't felt it 
was the right time for us to do so. In being 
your own manager and your own booking 
agent, it takes time. It's a good thing there 
are six of us to divide up the duties." 

When the new studio facilities are con- 
structed, the group hopes to have time to 
record other "self-contained" artists. 

Has the band ever felt it needed a 
manager to guide its destiny? 

"Maybe in the very beginning," says Mar- 
vin, "when we didn't know where to go. 
When we first started, actually, my mother 
and father were our managers." 

One of the more difficult aspects of 
managing oneself is touring. The Isleys 
have tried over the years to make this as 
pleasant an experience as possible. Since 
1969, they have worked mostly on week- 
ends, with the idea of getting back home by 
Monday morning. 

They have become skilled tour 
packagers, and have learned to deal 
professionally wit» radio people, who at 
certain FM levels, remain "resistant" to 
their music. "If certain radio outlets decided 
to accept us (as album artists) to the same 
degree that the public has, maybe we'd be

selling two and a half to three million units," 
says brother Ernie Isley. 

The group's concert audience bridges 
the gap between fans of early Isley hits like 
"Twist And Shout" and "The Heat Is On" 
and their younger fans. The Isleys will 
celebrate the 20th anniversary of their first 
hit, "Shout," in 1979. Rudolph, Ronnie and 
Kelly Isley were the Isley Bros. back then. 

Their last gold single was "Fight The 
Power" in 1973. The only thing, they say, 
that distinguishes their latest LP, "Go For 
Your Guns," from past albums, is the ab- 
sence of that big 45. 

Overall, the Isleys feel they have been ex- 
traordinarily fortunate, but attribute most of 
their success to looking out for their own in- 
terests. An outside manager, good or bad, 
always has himself as No. 1 priority, they 
note. 

Their new album is expected within two 
months, and that is occupying most of their 
time now. Making sure that the album is out 
in time for Christmas is part of keeping a 
close eye on every creative and merchan- 
dising detail. Success can be yours, con- 
cludes Marvin Isley, "if you take the time 
and energy to do it right."

EAST COASTINGS - INCIDENT OVERGLOWN - It's always unpleasant when violence 
arises in connection with a popular music event, but it really hurts the entire industry when 
the press takes an incident and misrepresents its relationship with a given concert. Distur- 
bances in the neighborhood of Madison Square Garden, which occurred at the same time 
as a concert headlined by the Commodores last week, received some misleading 
coverage in the New York Post. The newspaper's headline, "Garden Rock Fans Run Wild In 

Streets," really had little connection with the story. Its author reported that a "band of 
youths unable to get into a sellout rock concert at Madison Square Garden exploded into 
angry rioting" at about 9:30 p.m., one hour after the beginning of the show. The facts, which 
are scattered among the story's inflammatory verbiage, put the incident into perspective: 

eight youths aged 13 to 15 years of age 
were arrested, and about four incidents of 
assault and robbery were reported. The 
coverage also played up the racist over- 
tones of the incident by attributing to the 
police reports that the offenders, all of them 
black youths, had been running through the 
streets shouting, "Get whitey!" 
Meanwhile, at the concert, which the story 
misconstrued as the Richard Nader rock 'n' 
roll oldies show scheduled for the following 
Friday, nearly 20,000 fans enjoyed the 
music without an incident, entering and 
leaving the arena in a fashion that was 
never anything less than completely or- 
derly. No one who actually attended the 
concert was actively or passively involved 
in violence of any kind. Thanks to a little 
ambiguous wording, however, a lot people 
have the wrong impression of fans at a rock 
concert. 

HAPPY TEN -YEAR -OLD - Peter Wolf, 
lead singer of Geils, crawls out of the 
group's tenth anniversary birthday cake 
during a concert at The Spectrum in 
Philadelphia.

AEROSMITH MEMBERS INJURED - Rock concerts can be dangerous affairs, though, 
and the people in greatest peril are often the musicians themselves. A serious situation 
arose at the Spectrum in Philadelphia on Sunday, October 9, when fireworks were hurled 
at concert headliners Aerosmith. Joe Perry, lead guitarist, suffered a laceration to his hand 
which will make playing impossible for a few weeks. Lead vocalist Steven Tyler, who 
received burns of the cornea of his left eye, is still experiencing some blurring of vision, 
which will also take some time to heal. The concert had to be stopped after the incident, 
and all October dates on the current Aerosmith tour have been postponed, although at this 
point most have been rescheduled for some time in December. 
ELTONMANIA - Publicized well in advance of the October 12 date, it seemed as if Elton 
John's in-store appearance at Sam Goody's Sixth Avenue Store in New York could easily 
have led to a full scale riot. After all, hadn't Elton recently sold out some 140,000 seats in a 

seven -night engagement at Madison Square Garden, setting the rock record for the 
house? That level of performance earned Elton induction into the Madison Square Garden 
Hall of Fame, the first time the honor has been bestowed on a contemporary music per- 
sonality. The MSG ceremony and a party commemorating "Elton John's Greatest Hits 
Volume II," as well as the new book, "Elton: It's A Little Bit Funny" (a year in the life of E.J. 
with photos by David Nutter and text by BernieTaupin), had taken place the day before .. . 

Anyway, the Goody's autograph signing proceeded without a hitch. Police headquarters 
estimated a crowd of 8,500 to 10,000 
teenies, and apparently very few left dis- 
satisfied if they were willing to wait around 
for two or three hours.

Goody's Plans For A New Superstore 
Highlight The Chain's First Convention 

by Charles Paikert 
ELLENVILLE, NEW YORK - The an- 
nouncement of a 25,000 square foot 
superstore, scheduled to be added to the 
28 store Sam Goody, Inc. chain early in 
1978, highlighted the first store wide con- 
vention in Goody's 30 year history, held at 
the Nevele Country Club in Ellenville, N.Y. 
October 12-14. 

George Levy, president of Sam Goody, 
keynoted the convention to the saying "We 
Made It Happen," the reference to the 
chain's projected 1977 sales of $50 million 
which, Levy predicted, would be reached 
by mid -December. Goody's revenues for 
last year were $48.4 million. 

Goody plans to add at least three new 
stores to the chain in 1978 Levy said, 
adding that the chain will also devote in- 
creased attention to upper line audio 
equipment. Levy also revealed, "We will 
probably go into the video recording area 
very heavily as soon as the product 
becomes available." 

Superstore Discussed 
No site was disclosed for the chain's new 

superstore which should be one of the 
largest retail record -audio stores in the 
country. However, Levy said, the location 
would be in a suburban metropolitan 
market where Goody is currently not es- 
tablished. Atlanta, Pittsburgh, Washington, 
he mentioned, were the most likely possible 
sites. Barry Goody, vice president of mer- 
chandising for Goody's, called the super- 
store a "pilot program, to test and see if it 
works." Approximately 15,000 square feet 
of the store has been earmarked for audio 
display, Goody says. 

The Goody convention featured product 
presentation from major manufacturers, 
including CBS, Capitol, RCA, Phonodisc, 
ABC, and merchandising presentations 
were also given by CBS and WEA. 

A market analysis was presented to the 
Goody store and record department 
managers by Dr. David Rack man. He ad- 
dressed the most recent NARM convention 
in Los Angeles in March. The managers 
were also shown a film which focused on 
improved in-store security methods at the 
convention. 

Awards Presented 
In addition, a number of awards were 

presented to Goody employees. Store 
manager of the year was Martin Zarrow of 
Paramus, N.J. For the Philadelphia area 
record manager of the year is Barbara 
McAllister of Exton, Pa. and for the New 
York area Goody record managers of the 
year were John McBride of Woodbridge, 
N.J. and Alan Hicks of Massapequa, N.Y. 

Merchandiser of the year award went to 
Martin Tedrick of Exton, Pa. Joel Koch - 
man, manager of the Goody 43rd Street 
store in Manhattan won the 1977 security 
award, and Leonard Troutman of the 
Massapequa store won the 1977 systems 
and training award. 

L.A. Philharmonic Tour

Philharmonic's projected tour to Japan in 
November has been cancelled due to the 
bankruptcy of the Japanese sponsoring 
organization. The tour, scheduled from 
November 18 to December 3, was to have 
been the 15th and final Philharmonic tour 
undertaken by Zubin Mehta during his 
tenure as the Orchestra's music director.

Producer Profile: 

Ken Scott On The Producer's 
Contribution In Recording 

by Chuck Comstock 
It was a telling irony. Just about a decade 

ago, Ken Scott was an engineer for the 
Beatles' recording of "Hefter Skelter." But a 
couple of weeks ago his name showed up 
as the producer of Don Harrison's solo 
album which contained a cover of "Helter 
Skelter." The intervening years have been 
rewarding for the English producer turned 
southern Californian, years of learning, in- 
creased respect and the opportunity to 
work with some of the biggest names in 
music. 

In the past he's engineered or produced 
albums with The Beatles, David Bowie, 
Elton John, Billy Preston, Harry Nilsson, 
The Mahavishnu Orchestra, Lindisfarne. 
Procol Harum, Billy Cobham, Supertramp, 
The Tubes, and Blood, Sweat & Tears and 
Stanley Clarke. The ability to work with dif- 
ferent sounding groups is one of the 
reasons Scott long ago made the decision 
to get away from engineering into produc- 
tion, besides the obvious freedom to be 
more in control.

"With engineering," Scott maintains, "it 

had gotten to the point where my clientele 
knew what to expect from me and they 
knew the sound I was best at so every day 
gradually became the same. Now, in 
production I try to vary it as much as I can. 
By choosing different groups to work with 
every project becomes a creative challenge 
and that's what makes it fun." 

Scott's chance to get into production 
came out of a conversation he had with 
David Bowie one day. "As an engineer I had 
become increasingly fed up, because even 
though the technical aspects of engineer- 
ing became more important, the work 
always seemed to be pushed to one side by 
most producers you worked with. Naturally 
I wanted to be more in control and I hap- 
pened to be talking to Bowie one day and 
he said he was just about to start an album 
that he was going to produce but didn't 
think he could totally control it all himself. 
He asked if I would be interested in co - 
producing with him and that turned out to 
be "hunky-dory."' 

According to Scott, the producer's con- 
tribution is not always the same. "It de- 
pends totally on the artist. I am different 
from most producers because I engineer 
my own sessions, so there are times with 
some artists when they know exactly what 
they want musically and it does become 
more of a technical thing. There are other 
times when an artist doesn't know what he 
wants musically so you have to control that 
side of it." 

But there is never any doubt who is really 
in charge. "As far as I'm concerned," Scott 
says. "it's always the artist that has the final 
say. I can have as many as 10 albums out in 
a year. They only have one or two. It's got to 
be them and reflect what they want to 
reflect. Even if we come to a place where we 
totally disagree on the way a particular 
passage should sound, and neither can 
convince the other, I will go with his idea as 
much as I might disliRe it. After all, it is his 
record." 

In 14 years of work, Scott has certainly 
seen some substantial changes. "When I 

first started," he remembers, "it was all 
four -track studios and you recorded the 
whole rhythm section at one time on one 
track. These days it's 24 track and I very 
much like to work on the basis of doing one 
single thing at a time. Normally I go in and 
concentrate basically on getting a good 
drum track, then we'll overdub a bass play- 
ing with guitar just to get a rough idea. But I 

really concentrate on the drums, get those 
right, then overdub the bass promptly and 
gradually build it up." 

Even though it has become increasingly 
common for musicians to sit in on each 
others' albums, Scott is not overwhelmingly 
in favor of that kind of collaboration. "The 
closest I got to that kind of thing was some 
of the jazz/rock stuff I did," Scott explained, 
"and it's reached the point now that you can 
take just about any jazz/rock album and 
you'll find the same names on it. And, in my 
opinion, it just becomes boring and too 
much like a production line, and I don't 
think records should come off an assembly 
line like that." 

At the moment, Scott is excited at the 
possibility of working with the three groups 
signed to his newly formed production 
company, Komos Productions, which he 
founded along with his manager, Jackie 
Krost to find and record new groups. Along 
the way, Scott has found out something 
about himself that even he finds surprising. 
"Suddenly," he said, "I'm beginning to like 
commericalism. I've always steered away 
from it before and really can't think of an 
album I've done that didn't have its strange 
points. But all of sudden I'm starting to 
really like the commercial sound. 

"But who knows? We're changing all the 
time and I may just be going through a 
phase of the moment.

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Pirate Is Indicted 
In Case Involving 
2.5 Million LPs 
NEW YORK John Donald LaMonte, 
president of the House of Sounds Inc. in 
Darby, Pennsylvania, was indicted last 
week by a federal grand jury in Philadelphia 
on 149 counts of racketeering, wire fraud 
and copyright infringement. LaMonte, 33, 
was charged specifically with manufactur- 
ing counterfeit LPs and 8 -track tapes and 
distributing them through his company. 

The indictment charges LaMonte with 
counterfeiting LPs on several major labels, 
including RCA, Warner Brothers, Atlantic, 
Capitol, Motown, MGM and ABC/Dunhill. 
He is further accused of infringement on the 
copyrights of 32 different LPs and 111 dif- 
ferent musical compositions. Finally, he is 

charged with attempting to sell these coun- 
terfeit recordings to branches of The 
Pickwick Rack Services Division in Los 
Angeles, St. Louis and Albany, New York; to 
Apex -Martin of Hillside, New Jersey; and to 
Kape International Records in Brooklyn. 
These records were allegedly offered to 
distributors at much lower prices than 
those charged for normally -distributed 
albums, on which artist royalties are paid. 

LaMonte was arrested last February 12, 

following FBI raids on the House of Sounds. 
The raids netted five million albums, of 
which an estimated 2.5 million were 
allegedly counterfeit. The defendant faces 
a total of 188 years in jail and a $931,000 
fine if convicted on all counts. In addition, 
his interest in House of Sounds and three 
other businesses is subject to forfeiture un- 
der federal law. 

In other piracy matters: almost 1,800 
allegedly pirated tapes were seized in an 
FBI raid on three Marion, Virginia record 
outlets. Most of them were discovered at 
the Tape Haus store, with the rest found at 
Ben Franklin Discount Store and Odds and 
Ends, the FBI reported. 

In Abington, Virginia, five men who 
pleaded guilty to charges of copyright in- 
fringement in connection with the distribu- 
tion of 8 -track tapes have been sentenced 
to jail terms. A sixth defendant, who 
pleaded no contest, also was given a jail 
term. 

The punishments ranged from 90 -day 
suspended sentence to six months.

SANTANA - Columbia C2-34914 - Producer: Devadip 
Carlos Santana & Tom Carter - List: 9.98 

This deluxe two -album set captures the full flavor of Santana 
live in European concert and, in addition, offers the listener a 
tantalizing glimpse at the changes Carlos has gone through with 
the selection of material ranging from early hits to present 
reflections. He remains a stellar performer and the foremost 
proponent of a sound that is rich in Latin percussion rhythms, 
spiritual devotion, intense rock melodies, and an overall feeling 
of brotherly good will. A sound welcome around the world. 

STICK TO ME - Graham Parker And The Rumour - Mercury 
SRM-1-3706 - Producer: Nick Lowe - List: 7.98 

On his third album, Parker has honed his songwriting skills to 
razor sharpness. His lyrics have matured without sacrificing the 
power, spirit and vision that made his first two LPs critical 
favorites and his graphic visual images of life on the street pro- 
ject the desperation and sense of urgency associated with that 
way of life. His Van Morrison/Bruce Springsteen-ish vocal style 
is a perfect vehicle for the lyrics and is particularly effective on 
"Thunder And Rain." 

STARES AND WHISPERS - Freda Payne- Capitol ST 11700 - Producer: Frank E. Wilson and Tony Camillo - List: 6.98 
1977 has been a year of strongly conflicting emotions in the 

personal life of Ms. Freda Payne but it's also the year of her first 
Capitol release and she, as well as the people in the Tower, are 
happy to celebrate Freda's first Capitol effort. She's a strongly 
sensual singer with enough dramatic variation in her voice to 
add subtle shadings almost without appearing to consciously 
plan such calculations. A nice balance between dance songs 
and "let's sit this one out" numbers. 

10 GREATEST HITS - Hot Chocolate - Big Tree/Atlantic BT 
76002 - Producer: Mickle Most - List: 7.98 

Disco aficionados certainly need no introduction to the 
material here, a perfectly satisfying collection of numbers tailor- 
made for the "happy feet" that populate the nation's disco bars. 
Hot Chocolate is another of perhaps a handful of bands that 
have helped to make disco viable and acceptable on musical 
merits and not just disco standards. 

NO MORE HEROES - The Stranglers IV - A&M SP 4659 - 
Producer: Martin Rushent - List: 7.98 

This follow-up to the group's "Rattus Norvegicus" is, once 
again, full of the primitive, driving energy and spirit that the 
group's name suggests. The lyrics reflect the sense of disillu- 
sionment and rebellion felt by much of British youth over social 
conditions and may strike home with some in the U.S. as well. 
Although some songs will be unfit for airplay due to the 
language, this album is a solid alternative for those who feel the 
highly polished records of today are too lacking in emotion. 

MUSICAL CHAIRS - Sammy Hagar - Capitol ST -11706 - 
Producer: Carter - List: 6.98 

Those who can't quite abide the high -decibel energy of high - 
quality heavy metal have had a hard time with this infectious 
rocker. But, without forfeiting any of his spunk, Sammy has ex- 
panded his reach here by including some very tasty tunes that 
have a strong pop/MOR appeal. The rest of the good news is 
that, with the addition of drummer Dennis Carmassi, the old 
Montrose gang is 3/4'ers here, the only absentee being Ronnie 
himself. That should make Sammy's third album his biggest yet. 

CASTLE IN THE AIR - David Castle - Parachute/Casa- 
blanca RRLP 9002 - Producer: Joe Porter - List: 7.98 

David Castle's sensitive vocal interpretations of his 
emotionally compelling lyrics make a nice package for 
Parachute's debut release. At times the production is lush and 
full but on other songs it is sparing and subtle which provides a 
nice balance that makes each selection a surprise, and not in- 
cidentally, shows David in several different lights. In spite of the 
variances, however, the greater body of the work here is 
beautifully rendered music aimed straight at the MOR market. 

RAIN DANCES - Camel - Janus JXS-7035 - Producer: 
Camel & Rhett Davies - List: 6.98 

Like modern-day Moody Blues, Camel's sophisticated har- 
monies and grand melodies represent the focal point of their 
appeal. The wholly self -written material has a charm that is win- 
ning without the need for ear -shattering amplification. But, in 
spite of their instrumental sophistication they are not stuffy or 
inaccessible by any means. But they are a classy band that can 
boast enough musical layers to keep one interested in their 
nuances. 

THE JOY - Toni Brown and Terry Garthwaite - Fantasy F- 
9538 - Producer: Michael Stewart - List: 6.98 

It is about time that Toni and Terry got back together. Once 
calling themselves Joy Of Cooking, and now simply The Joy, 
their moniker is a fine description of the musical energies con- 
tained in this outstanding offering. The music is very positive 
and that attitude is a welcome adventure. Elvin Bishop, Taj 
Mahal, James Gadson and Reggie McBride among others 
breathe life into the compositions in the duo's most tasteful LP 
to date. For jazz AOR, and MOR lists. 
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:UiS pucks GOIN' PLACES - The Jacksons - Epic JE 34835 - Ex- 
ecutive Producers: Kenneth Gamble & Leon Huff - List: 7.98 

Several themes are explored here besides the obvious one 
alluded to in the title, such as the need for human un- 
derstanding, the uselessness of war and the promise of love. All 
of them are handled with the kind of funky effervescence and 
upbeat enthusiasm we've come to expect from this talented 
quintet. They are aided by no less than three different sets of 
producers and arrangers and that familiar Phllly instrumental 
backdrop, T.S.O.P. 
EARTHDANCE - Paul Winter - A&M SP 4653 - Producer: 
Phil Stookey, Phil Ramone & Paul Winter - List: 7.98 

The only time Paul Winter's Consort music has been truly out 
of this world was when the Apollo 15 astronauts took a cassette 
of his music with them to the moon. Winter's sound is rich and 
sensually full-bodied, a delightful celebration of the senses and 
an exuberant declaration of life, and as such, is deeply rooted in 
terra firma. This is jazz that anyone can appreciate, and since it 
is taken from three Winter albums, serves as a valuable in- 
troduction to the man and his work. 
YOU LIGHT UP MY LIFE - Debby Boone - Warner Bros. BS - 
3118 - Producer: Mike Curb, Michael Lloyd, Joe Brooks & 
Bob Gaudio - List: 6.98 

Though show biz parents can often smooth the entry into en- 
tertainment for their progeny, the major contributions Pat made 
to daughter Debby's career are an appreciation and deep 
abiding love for music and the production of three siblings who 
are better at harmony than rivalry. Debby's clean clear vocals 
are the focal point here and she handles the ballad -stressed 
material with a confidence and maturity that belies her 21 years. 
Her #1 single, rare enough for a recording debutante, should 
push this one to high chart numbers. 

RECKLESS ABANDON - David Bromberg Band - Fantasy 
F-9540 - Producer: Jim Price - List: 7.98 

There's really no one quite like the David Bromberg Band. His 
musical influences are as rich and varied as an ingenue's 
wardrobe closet and he seems to singlehandedly (as one band, 
that is) integrate as many indigenously American kinds of music 
into his material as it is possible to combine. The result is one 
album with ten wildly differing songs on it, a bonus for any music 
lover who hates for thing to be stale and predictable. 

KING ALBERT - Albert King - Tomato Tom -6002 - 
Producer: Don Davis - List: 6.98 

With this release Tomato establishes even more credibility 
with a fresh offering of timeless blues material from the master 
of the genre, Mr. Albert King. After some 20 albums, King is still 
in fine voice and can still pack some punch with his plucking 
plectrum. Here he plays all featured guitars and delivers the 
vocals with smooth, confident authority. Albert's session men 
here are subtle but able in support of King's instrumental and 
vocal talents. 

HERE YOU COME AGAIN - Dolly Parton - RCA APL1-2544 - Producer: Gary Klein - List: 6.98 
Dolly's winning ways have convinced more than a few former 

non -believers that country and western audiences have no right 
to a monopoly on this songbird's talents. With this album, Dolly 
takes a giant step into the pop mainstream with a spicy reper- 
toire that features only an occasional banjo or pedal steel lick. 
But even those who have seen her perform will have to be at 
least mildly surprised at how naturally proficient Dolly is at 
jumping into a completely new bag. 

SINGER OF SONGS/TELLER OF TALES - Paul Davis - 
Bang BLP-410 - Producer: Phil Benton & Paul Davis - List: 
6.98 

Paul Davis wrote seven of the ten selections performed here 
and shows himself to be both an accomplished writer and a 
highly capable singer. His midrange vocals are well -suited to 
the pop/MOR listeners Davis seems to be appealing to on this 
album. The arrangements make the most of Davis' Neil 
Diamond -like vocals stressing their sensitivity and power. 

OUT IN THE DARK - Bill Quateman - RCA APL1-2434 - 
Producer: Barry Mraz - List: 6.98 

Bill has included some quieter works on this album, which 
represents a bit of a break with the past. Of all the tunes here, 
only one was written by someone else, Jimi Hendrix, which 
helps explain that Quateman has not given up his blazing guitar 
sytle. Indeed, he's triple threat here on keyboards, electric 
guitars and lead vocals. That's not even mentioning Bill's wry 
and sometimes biting lyrics, one of his best assets. 

MOTIVATION RADIO - Steve Hillage - Atlantic SD 19144 - 
Producer: Malcolm Cecil - List: 7.98 

Fans of gritty guitar and space-age synthesizer effects will flip 
out over this new Hillage offering which provides hearty helping 
of both. This is headphone music at its best and ought to be re- 
quired listening for every would-be NASA astronaut who thinks 
he knows what space is like. Steve reaches out here to higher 
planes, imparting lofty refinements to such down-to-earth dit- 
ties as "Not Fade Away." 
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ALBUM REVIEWS 
PEARL - London PS 692 - Producers: John Lombardo & 
Leslie Pearl - List: 6.98 

Siblings Leslie and Debbie Pearl, who write and sing, respec- 
tively, have teamed up here for a delightful and bouncy pop en- 
try. If Carole King had a dual personality it might look and cer- 
tainly would sound like the Pearl Sisters. Leslie has written the 
highly accessible material here, but also doubles as keyboard 
player, musical arranger, co -producer and singer on two 
tracks. Debbie, however, as the singing lead brings her knowl- 
edge of the theatre to her dramatic vocal renderings. 

CRAC KIN' - Crackin' - Warner Bros. BS 3123 - Producer: 
Michael Omartian - List: 6.98 

With this, the group's second Warner Bros. album, Crackin' 
has further refined its own interesting blend of rock and R&B 
styles. The lyrics are unpretentious and optimistic and serve as 
a vehicle for the music, which is the nucleus of the album. The 
songs are upbeat, for the most part, and highly commercial. 
While some might lump Crackin' in the disco category, the 
songs here feature a more complete sound, thanks to the 
group's musicianship and Omartian's production. 

FIRE IN THE WIND - John Stewart - RSO RS -1-3027 - 
Producer: Mentor Williams and John Stewart - List: 7.98 

Singer/songwriter John Stewart has come a long way since 
his days as a clean-cut folkie in the Kingston Trio. Though he 
makes his RSO debut with this release, a sizable cult has 
eagerly awaited each new release from Stewart in a nine year 
solo career. This album catches John in a variety of moods from 
bitingly political to spiritedly fun -loving, with the best tunes be- 
ing the ones blending quiet thoughtfulness with keen insight. 

JUBILIATION - The Rowans - Asylum 7E-1114 - Producer: 
Joseph Carroll & The Rowans - List: 6.98 

This Bay area trio stresses harmonies, approaching the vocal 
parts like master craftsmen producing a work of art. But they 
don't neglect instrumentals, rather they augment their voices 
with their imaginative arrangements, using their instruments 
more as punctuation than main subjects. They add a mild jazz 
touch to several songs, but leave the softer ballads to gentle 
acoustic backgrounds and throw in several other surprises 
before the disc is done. 

NEVER BEEN HERE BEFORE - Paulette McWilliams - Fan- 
tasy F-9536 - Producer: Ciner & Loizzo - List 7.98 

Paulette McWilliams was the original lead singer with Rufus 
pre-Chaka Khan, whom, ironically she brought to the group. 
Following work with Quincy Jones, a spate of singing commer- 
cials and a chance to sing duet with Sarah Vaughan, Paulette 
got her own solo deal and the chance to show her stuff. Her 
range, both vocally and dramatically, is quite impressive and 
the variety of material included here is ample evidence of her 
talent. 

THE MOTORS - Virgin/CBS PZ 34924 - Producer: Robert 
John Lange - List 6.98 

No one really knows what will come out of the current English 
rock scene, influenced as it is by the preponderance of punk or 
New Wave bands. But, these four gents offer nothing less than 
pure excitement and basic rock and roll intensity with no ob- 
vious punk undertones. It is simply well -prepared music with a 
driving beat and a high energy level that makes it very appealing 
without being threatening. 

NETWORK - Epic PE 34979 - Producers: Albhy Galuten, 
Karl Richardson & Barry Gibb - List: 6.98 

Network is a septet of musicians whose harmonies are not 
unlike the Doobie Bros. but whose instrumental arrangements 
show the influence of various styles from R&B funk to rock 
power. Originally a quintet, the band got together this summer 
and renewed the commitment adding an extra keyboard man 
and percussionist then took their sound to Tommy Mottola who 
moved things along for them. The wide-ranging appeal of their 
tracks should get things moving for them on the airwaves as 
well. 

APRIL WINE AT THE EL MOCAMBO - London PS 699 - 
Producer: Eddie Kramer - List: 6.98 

Being in the right place at the right time did not hurt April 
Wine who shared the stage with the Rolling Stones for the 
recording of the latter's live album in March. But, of course, 
April Wine has more going for them than good timing. Highly 
proficient rockers, this Canadian quartet has a vocal style 
somewhat reminscent of the Guess Who but with a lot more 
sass and electricity. 

MICHAEL SMOTHERMAN - Windsong/RCA BHL1-2416 - 
Producer: Milton Okun - List 6.98 

Singer/songwriter Michael Smotherman is not only blessed 
with the lyrical depth of which Thesauruses are made but has an 
amazing vocal quality that seems to suggest different per- 
sonalities interpretating different songs. He's got most of the 
bases covered here too, from boogie-woogie to ballads to 
country -tinged numbers to mild rockers. On all, Smotherman's 
energy is contagious and he puts out the right amount of emo- 
tion to make it all work for him.

EDDIE MONEY - Columbia PC 34909 - Producer: Bruce 
Botnick - List: 6.98 

Eddie Money never quite fit into that New York City 
policeman's uniform even though two generations had 
preceded him in that role. But, as he so vividly tells us in "Wanna 
Be A Rock 'n' Roll Star" his aspirations have always leaned 
more to the concert stage than to the neighborhood beat. On his 
debut album he does indeed show that he's got the stuff, 
primarily as a singer but also as an instrumentalist and a writer. 
Look for live performances especially to turn the trick for 
Money. 

PORTFOLIO - Grace Jones - Island ILPS-9470 - Producer: 
Tom Moulton - List: 7.98 

Very few people could get away with a disco cover of "Send In 
The Clowns," but Ms. Jones not only pulls it off, but manages to 
give disco a booster shot of class in the process. Jamaican - 
born Jones is, oddly enough, the only female signed to Island 
but the high -fashion model with the alternately teasing and 
powerful pipes shows why she may become disco's next heart 
throb on this sophisticated debut effort. 

LOVE'S AN EASY SONG - Melsburg & Walters- Casablanca 
NBLP 7067 - Producer: Thomas Williams - List 7.98 

This vocal duo is still at their very best on soft slow -tempo 
ballads. But they are not shy about kicking up the tempo when it 
suits their needs. Sweeter harmonies are hard to find and they 
once again show their dual songwriting ability on an album 
which is half made of their own compositions. 

DENNY GREENE - Midsong/RCA - BKL1-2519 - Producer: 
Michael Love - List: 6.98 

As the only black member of Sha Na Na, Denny Greene held a 
unique position within that '50s revivalist group. But, Denny has 
diversified of late, moving into films, television and now a solo 
album that bears no resemblance to his group work. He is 
given a well-chosen variety of songs to perform here from 
romantic ballads to throbbing disco numbers. He handles it all 
with professional smoothness. 

FAST/FORWARD - Randy Pie - Polydor PD -1-6113 - 
Producer: Spencer Proffer - List: 7.98 

The newly formed amalgam that is Randy Pie is a tough little 
quintet, led vocally by Peter French and instrumentally by noted 
German guitarist Frank Diez who plays all axes except bass. 
Their international backgrounds (French, English & German) 
give them a fresh approach that makes the music appropriate 
for a variety of tastes from disco to soft rock, and the combina- 
tion of influences, from Bad Company to disco makes their goal 
of commercial acceptance seem highly realistic. 

METRO - Sire/Warner SR 6041 - Producer: Peter Sames & 
Metro - List 6.98 
Though you see only two, their number is three including Peter 
Goodwin, Duncan Browne and Sean Lyons (not pictured) and 
they produce a high-class English pop sound that is hypnotic 
and elegant. Bitingly clever lyrics, haunting melodies and 
overlapping instrumental textures, not unlike 10cc, are the 
keynotes of Metro's debut effort. They are pretentious and un- 
abashedly intellectual but they are quite capable of carrying it 
off. 

STARWOOD - Columbia PC 34785 - Producers: Bruce Bot -

The gravelly -voiced guy with the wry smile continues to prove himself one of the 
greatest troubadours in pop with this sterling selection from "Foot Loose & Fancy Free." 
With the help of a jazzy acoustic guitar and some nice country -rock harmony, he 

manages to communicate what falling in love is all about. A sure shot for the pop charts. 

ANDREW GOLD (Elektra/Asylum 45439) 
Go Back Home Again (3:10) (Lyckyu - BMI) (Gold) 

This upbeat shuffle has been favored by FM programmers since the release of the 
album, "What's Wrong With This Picture." Not only does this single showcase Gold's 
writing abilities, but he gets to whip off some hot guitar licks here as well. An extremely 
promising piece of top 40 material from the man who brought you "Lonely Boy." 

THE TEMPTATIONS (Atlantic 3436) 
In A Lifetime (3:06) (Burma East/Dajoye/Golden Fleece - BMI) (Baker, Tyson) 

A new label and new producers have not changed the Temptations' basic strength 
tight rhythm and the clear separation of parts in their vocal performance. This upbeat 
song showcases that ability in a quick dance rhythm, reinforcing a hook line at every 
repetition. A long-awaited addition to pop and R&B playlists. 

BROOKLYN DREAMS (Millennium/Casablanca 606) 
Sad Eyes (3:48) (Starrin - BMI) (Sudano, Esposito, Hokenson) 

Moaning congas and a nifty little wah-wah guitar riff introduce this first single from 
the debut album of a new white R&B group that reveals a similarity to the Doobie 
Brothers in approach. This record boasts a memorable chorus, with catchy details in

LOS ANGELES - Elektra/Asylum has 
chosen to enter the jazz market with an 
emphasis on reaching more markets than 
the traditional jazz formats. For Don Mizell, 
general manager of the Jazz/Fusion Divi- 
sion, to achieve this kind of exposure, jazz 
fusion will be the main focus. "For the music 
we are going to try to do, jazz is'almost a 
misnomer. It is a limited term in the way 
people normally understand it. We are 
basically going to present a hybrid form of 
music such as jazz-rock, jazz -funk, folk - 
jazz, or jazz -MOR. These are hybrids of dif- 
ferent musical forms with jazz as their 
predominant characteristic." 

Mizell cautioned that the entry into jazz 
fusion will not be a hard and fast rule. "If the 
artist is of a certain stature and creative 
ability we would be very interested in sign- 
ing him or her." Mizell stressed that the key 
is to have a catalog of contemporary 
sounds coupled with career longevity. 

The first act signed to the label is Lenny 
White. Mizell explained that the upcoming 
White album is of the jazz-rock category 
with similarities to Jeff Beck and Hendrix, 
but with a large jazz foundation. Dee Dee 
Bridgewater has also been signed and her 
first album will be produced by Stanley 
Clarke.

With Hancock's piano providing the perfect backdrop for 
the soloists, the combo has, through its live performances and 
recordings, helped to broaden the audience for mainstream 
jazz. 

FEELS SO GOOD - Chuck Mangione - A&M SP 4658 - 
Producer: Chuck Mangione - List: 7.98 

If Chuck never blew a note he would still remain a major force 
in the industry because of his outstanding arrangements. Light, 
tasty and nimble compositions appear in fine fashion on this 
album with a fine assemblage of players showing off his 
material. Chuck uses a jazz core in which to take his instrumen- 
tal visions through varied musical genres always yielding 
carefree explorations into the listenable. 

SENOR BLUES - Urbie Green - CTI 7079 - Producer: 
Creed Taylor - List: 7.98 

Trombonist Urbie Green lets it out a bit on this fine package. 
Not content to slip into one category Urbie moves from Brazilian 
rhythms to contemporary versions of "You Are So Beautiful" 
and "I'm In You." Urbie is given plenty of ablebodied assistance, 
chiefly from Grover Washington Jr., who has a major partici- 
pant's role. Filling out the ensemble are David Matthews and his 
Big Band. An exuberant offering.

EARL BOSTIC 

TRUE TO LIFE - Ray Charles - Atlantic 19142 - Producer: 
Ray Charles - list: 7.98 

The album that brings Charles back to Atlantic is mostly good 
news. "I Can See Clearly Now," "Let It Be" and "Oh What A 
Beautiful Morning" are top-notch Ray, but an attempt to outdo 
Mario Lanza ("Be My Love") is not up to par. Still, this should 
garner strong play on jazz stations and be a good bet for the 
Cash Box Jazz Chart. 

14 HITS - Earl Bostic - King 5010X - list: 6.98 
Little historical attention has been paid to Bostic, despite the 

fact that he was a major influence on jazz and R&B for almost 20 
years. This reissue is something of a compromise, since there 
are some unissued items mixed in with the hits (including his' 
biggest, "Flamingo"). King should do a series of LPs on this 
great artist with emphasis on his early, pre -formula work. 
However, there is very little Bostic around, and, as a sample of 
his sound, this will do nicely. 

2001 - Deodato - CTI 7081 - list: 7.98 
This, more than any other LP, really launched the fusion -jazz 

boom. It served to launch the leader (and guitarist John 
Tropea) and moved CTI into the major leagues. The album 
hasn't been around for a couple of years, but the death of Elvis 
Presley (who used "2001" as a theme) may contribute to 
renewed airplay. While the remainder of the album may be light 
weight, the title tune still has a tremendous groove. 
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Promotion In Motion 

WAXING BEAUTIFUL - Trying to prove that a "Beautiful Music" station can actually sell 
records (research studies have indicated they don't), WPAT-AM and FM in New Jersey last 
summer added an Italian instrumental single called "Verde." The song, by two brothers, 
Guido and Maurizio De Angelis, was a No. 1 record in Italy and a big hit throughout the 
European continent. WPAT Music director Ralph Sanabria said programming the record 
was a major departure from the normal fare of Mantovani, Percy Faith and other "familiar" 
music. 

The decision, however, apparently worked out well. Playing the single in an hourly rota- 
tion over the July 4 weekend and for two weeks thereafter, the station logged over 1,000 
listener calls. Three months later, WPAT is still playing "Verde," but in a lesser rotation, 
although they are still reportedly getting good listener response. Several MOR and soft 
rock stations have since picked up the record, including WNEW-AM, WBAL and WHDH. 

The "Verde experiment," according to Sanabria, proves two things: First, that beautiful 
music stations can help break a few selected records; and second, that European hits will 
become a much larger factor in the American market. Currently, European (excluding 
British rock) music comprises about four percent of U.S. volume. 
IT'S ALL IN THE GAME - By the time you read this, the 1977 World Series may be history. 
As of this writing, the Yankees have already taken Game One. In any case, this ultimate 
east -west confrontation has promotion people on both coasts buzzing. So Cash Box 
sought out two promotion men whose opposing views on the subject carry some extra 
weight: Tommy Davis of Casablanca, who as a Dodger led the league in hitting twice; and 
Jerry Kenney of Brunswick in New York, who played third base for the Yankees in the '60s 
and never quite tasted the joy of victory. 

Davis, since leaving professional baseball last year, has attended just two games as a 

spectator. But he likes his old team in six. "Individually, the two teams are just about dead 
even," Davis said. "I give the edge to the Dodgers because their starting pitching is better 
rested and the Yankees will be forced to bat the pitcher instead of the designated hitter." 
Davis gives the Yankees the edge in the bullpen, however, with Sparky Lyle and Dick 
Tidrow. 

The former Dodger (and former Met) suffered a catastrophic ankle injury (Achilles ten- 
don) which led to a short, but highly successful career as a DH in Baltimore. Davis was in 

New York this week and decided to catch the series opener. "I know some of the Dodger 
guys: Don Sutton, Manny Mota, Jim Gilliam, and Rick Monday's a good friend." But 
baseball plays virtually no part in his life today. "I'm in the record business, you know." 

Kenney at first declined to make a pick, saying that "I root for the players." He finally 
relented, however, and picked the Yankees. 

Kenney played with three current Yankees: Roy White, Thurman Munson and Lyle. One 
year during Kenney's career, the Yankees fell just two games shy of the eastern division 
crown. That was as close as he got until retiring in 1973. 

"I'm still involved in it," Kenney said of the game, although he prefers to watch it on televi- 
sion, where he says he can study the plays closer. "You got to understand my philosophy," 
he concludes. "I know most of the players on both teams. I want, most of all, to see them do 
well."

THE RETAIL EXPLOSION 
The Record World chain of 12 stores (11 

on Long Island) will make its first major 
move out of the metropolitan New York 
market by opening three upstate New York 
stores and its first New Jersey outlet. 

Bill Forrest, treasurer of the firm, said 
Record World also opened a store in the 
Mid -Island Shopping Plaza in Hicksville, 
Long Island last week.That site, however, is 
only a temporary one, as the chain will oc- 
cupy a new 3,000 -square -foot building in 
the same plaza by spring. 

New mall stores in upstate Fishkill and 
Middletown, New York, will open in the next 
three to four weeks. A 2,700 -square -foot 
unit in the Scaview Square Shopping Mall 
in Ocean Township, New Jersey is also 
slated for early November. 

Finally, Record World has signed a lease 
for a Poughkeepsie, New York, mall store, 
which will hopefully open by early spring. 

All this expansion, which has been plan- 
ned for months, resulted from the chain's 
belief that the Long Island market was 
saturated with record stores. "It got to the 
point," according to Forrest, "where we 
were competing with ourselves. We had 
pretty well covered every area of the Island 
with the exception of a few pockets." 

Even after the demise of Jimmy's Music 
World, which has closed 10 stores on Long 
Island, Forrest said the market remains 
overcrowded. 

All the new stores will be identical in fix- 
tures, merchandising and pricing, Forrest 
concluded. 

Meanwhile, there have been some major 
developments in New York City itself. 

Disc -O -Mat this week opened its third 
store on the site of the former Jimmy's 
Music World Times Square "superstore." 
This is in addition to Disc -o -Mat's planned 
Grand Central Station outlet (Cash Box, 
July 30). 

Ed Beda, co-owner of Disc -o -Mat, said 
the new Times Square store, at 44th Street 
and Broadway, occupies about 3,000 
square feet, or about one-third of the floor 
space formerly taken by Jimmy's. The rest 
of the space will reportedly be used by an 
electronics retailer. 

Conceding that the rent at the location is 
very high, Beda noted, "For a high -volume 
business like ours, we need the traffic, and 
that location gives it to us." Beda added that 
while his prices are still low by national 
standards ($3.69-$3.99 on $6.98 list 
merchandise), unlike Jimmy's, Disc -o -Mat 
makes at least a small profit on nearly all 
records it sells. 

The fate of the Grand Central store, 
however, is apparently up in the air, Beda 
indicated. "There are some 'regulations' 
that have to be met first. It's uncertain 
(when it will open)." 

Meanwhile, King Karol is planning to 
open its seventh store in midtown Manhat- 
tan. 

This recent activity, after a period of 
sluggish market growth, has been at- 
tributed to the absence of Jimmy's and new 
confidence that this has created.

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Merchandising Opera: From 
Environments To Displays 

by Jeffrey Weber 
What follows is the second of a two part 

series on opera recording and marketing. 
In this article we discuss the various ways 
that opera is merchandised in retail outlets. 
LOS ANGELES - A survey of retailers 
across the country indicates a varied ap- 
proach to the merchandising of opera, from 
front window displays, to wall displays, to 
separate opera environments. 

For some retailers opera sales are 
seasonal and for others opera sales are 
heavy all year around. Lawrence Holmes, 
classical buyer at Odyssey Records in San 
Francisco, indicated that during the opera 
season, opera sales are 35 percent of all 
classical sales. Matt Prestone, opera buyer 
for Discount Records and Books in 
Washington, D.C., indicated that the store 
does well in opera all the time and "as a 

rough estimate, 25 percent of our sales 
from the classics are opera". Rose Records 
in Chicago is somewhat unique in that 65 fizissgLcL,.3, 
percent of the store's total volume 

YORK - Andrew Davis, a young 
British conductor who has made some im- 
pact with his first recordings for Columbia, 
continued to impress as he led a recent 
concert by the New York Philharmonic at 
Avery Fisher Hall. His version of Charles 
Ives' profoundly disturbing programme 
piece, "Decoration Day," was very per- 
suasive, especially in the section that 
parodies popular band tunes. And, while 
the orchestra played rather stolidly in the 
evening's performance of Mozart's "Piano 
Concerto No. 20 In D minor," K. 466, Davis 
led a triumphant rendition of Berlioz's 
"Harold In Italy." 

In the Mozart's slow movement, Davis 
created a magical sense of repose which 
was unfortunately diluted by pianist 
Emmanuel Ax's detache style. Elsewhere, 
however, Ax played very well, giving the 
solo part an intensely romantic outlook 
which seemed appropriate for this work. 

Davis worked miracles with "Harold In 

Italy," not always the easiest music to listen 
to. Shaping a crisp, unsentimental sound 
which was notable for the precision of at- 
tacks and releases, Davis gave the perfor- 
mance an organic unity. Sol Greitzer, the

season is announced in the spring, opera 
buying usually picks up due to the anticipa- 
tion of what is going to occur later in the 
season." 

Steve Whealton, classical clerk at Dis- 
count, stated that many buyers buy "only or 
mostly opera or only or mostly vocal or 
choral groups. Some tend to specialize in 

one type of opera that is their favorite." 
Richard Frankel, classical buyer at Record 
and Tape Collector in Baltimore, indicated 
that, "Opera seems to develop more fans of 

artists than any other kinds of classical 
music. There are those who will buy 
anything by a given artist. Opera seems to 
attract fans like no other aspect of classical 
music. They seem to really get hooked on 

it." 
Although marketing patterns may vary, 

the opera section in most stores is mixed in 

with the classical section but it was

classical and opera with opera at 35 per- 
cent of the total. 

It is difficult to classify the classical 
buyer. Rik Schoenberg, store manager of 
Rose Records, indicated that most of the 
customers are very steady but their buying 
habits vary considerably. "We have the 
same customers year in and year out. 
Sometimes they will come in for one 
specific opera and some will buy more. 
have one customer that I have been helping 
for 15 years who came in one day and 
bought $580 dollars worth. It all depends on 
their whim and what is on sale." Dan 
Navarro, classical manager and buyer for 
Tower Records in West Los Angeles, 
agreed with Schoenberg. "The opera 
customers here are very steady customers. 
They are very big customers who buy a lot 
and buy heavy." 

The Seasonal Buyer 
Holmes told of the seasonal buyer in San 

Francisco. "There are two types of opera 
buying, both centered in the San Francisco 
and Monterey stores. When the San Fran- 
cisco Opera starts up there is a great influx 
of opera buying and it is not limited to the 
operas of the season. That period runs 
from late August to December. When the

Although Pedersen does not currently have a base among 
country fans, this album deserves special consideration due to 
its artistic merit and innovative approach. Pedersen gives a very 
contemporary sound to old country tunes like Maybelle Carter's 
"Fair And Tender Ladies," and the album has added country 
identity with Dolly Parton and Linda Ronstadt singing backup 
vocals. With the crossover trend looking stronger all the time, 
this sort of eclectic album with firm country roots could be the 
album of the future.

Brothers (Mercury); Vocal Duo of the Year - Jim Ed Brown and Helen Cornelius 
(RCA); Instrumentalist of the Year - Roy 
Clark (ABC). Milsap won Album of the Year 
for "Ronnie Milsap Live" (RCA). 

Rogers, who grinned, "I voted for myself, 
because I didn't really think I had a chance," 
confessed surprise over his award for 
"Lucille" only about a year after making a 
career switch from pop to country. Later he 
said he was happy to be in country music 
because of the "loyalty" of country music 
fans. 

The Original Texas Playboys, the still in- 
tact band of country/swing innovator Bob 
Wills, were a nostalgic favorite. They 
received a cheer from the crowd upon 
remarking, "Most of all, we want to thank 
you, Lord, for lettin' us go back through a 
second time." 

Carrying off the vocal group prize for the 
sixth time in a row, the Statler Brothers 
gallantly proclaimed, "The award should 
go to all country music groups.They need it, 
too." 

As Instrumentalist of the Year, Roy Clark 
noted that this year the prize returned to the 
entertainment brand of instrumentalist 
rather than the "real musicians" (session 
players such as Charlie McCoy and Hargus 
"Pig" Robins) who have won the award the 
past four years. 

Honest Songs 
Earlier Clark had cracked, "The great 

thing about country music songs is their 
honesty. They tell about things like 
heartbreak, unrequited love, infidelity - 
you now, all the things that make life worth 
living." 

Returning the duo of the year category to 
male/female status were first time winners 
Jim Ed Brown and Helen Cornelius. Last 
year's winners were Willie Nelson and 
Waylon Jennings. 

Jennings was absent from the show both 
in fact - as was expected - and from the 
winner's circle - to the surprise of many 
prognosticators. Earlier in the year, he and 
Nelson had requested that their names be 
eliminated from the awards ballot.

Black Leaders Assemble To 
Discuss Problems/Solutions 
NEW YORK -A number of Black political, 
social and religious leaders assembled at 
the New York Hilton Hotel on Sunday, Oc- 
tober 2, to elaborate on the problems and 
possible solutions to the relationships bet- 
ween Black leaders and the Black com- 
munity. Among those who attended the five 
hour conference which was sponsored and 
broadcast by WWRL radio were Manhattan 
Borough President Percy Sutton, Dr. 
Roscoe Brown, president of Bronx Com- 
munity College, Dr. Gloria Toote, president 
of the New York Black Republicans, as well 
as other prominent community leaders. 

The conferemce was divided into five 
one -hour segments, each covering specific 
topics such as Black political power, social 
organization of the Black community, youth 
and leadership. A special telephone line in- 
stalled by WWRL enabled listeners to res- 
pond directly to the leaders in attendance. 
A live audience was also present during the 
entire conference. 

Politics & Leadership 
Percy Sutton talked about the organiza- 

tion of a Black political movement to unite 
the Black community to champion minority 
concerns and stage mass demonstrations. 
In reference to the conference, he stated 
that, "Open discussions such as this one 
are a way in which to begin to develop a 

Black political party or movement." 
Dr. Gloria Toote and David Dinkins, 

chairman of the Black elected officials, both 
agreed that Blacks must actively par- 

ticipate in the elective process and that 
Black elected and appointed officials must 
be made accountable to their constituency. 

In the segment which dealt with 
leadership, Reverend Herb Daughtry 
responded to the question "What are the 
criteria for leadership?" by saying, "I look 
for the leader who teaches people to love 
themselves, who teaches people how to 
struggle, is the leader of those who are on 
the bottom, and knows that he and his peo- 
ple are one." 

Reverend Buster Soaries of New Jersey 
said he looks for "intelligence to compete in 
our behalf in the areas of power, not just in 
front of the microphone or on camera." 
Soaries also said that integrity is an impor- 
tant criterion for leadership, pointing out 
that in the past Blacks have accepted 
leaders that stood for nothing, stood on 
nothing and as a result achieved nothing. 
"Leadership must also be involved," he 
said. "You can't lead where you won't go, 
and you can't teach what you don't know." 

In closing, WWRI's public affairs direc- 
tor Bob Law said, "This one conference 
could not resolve the entire question of 
Black leadership, nor could we develop a 

Black agenda, but as a result of this con- 
ference, the process was set into motion. 
Hopefully, this conference will be followed 
by others that will sharpen the position 
stated here." The conference is scheduled 
to be rebroadcast in Washington, Chicago, 
Memphis and Oakland, California. 

Reflections 'N Black 
The Spinners were honored by the state of Michigan for college scholarships given by 

them to underprivileged students. In addition, they received a special award on the recent 

Rock Awards for their involvement in the Jackie Wilson benefit. 
"New Horizons," the latest LP by The Sylvers, is in the record stores and contains tunes 

written and produced by the group including the single "Anyway You Want Me." Young 

Foster is hard at work in the studio putting together material for his first solo album for 

Capitol. 
Tavares brothers are working on a pew album in association with producer Freddie 

Perrin. Studio work was temporarily interrupted when oldest brother Ralph departed for 

New York to welcome his daughter, Amber Elain, into the world. 

A new album is in the production stages by Frankle Beverly and Maze for Capitol which 

will feature their new drummer Arnie Aghuna Oliver. Meanwhile, "Lady Of Magic" has been 

certified gold. 
New releases from Atlantic Records include "The World Is On Hard" by Slave to be 

released in November along with "Here To Tempt You" by The Temptations. Roberta 

Flack's "Blue Lights In The Basement" will be released this month.

with a combined 28 singles, or 28%, in the 
Cash Box Top 100, and 57 albums, or 
28.5%, of the Top 200 LPs. CBS edged 
Warner Bros. 15 to 13 In the pop singles 
category and 38 to 22 on the LP listing. 

In the R&B category, CBS again has 
largest portion of any single record com- 
pany, with 16 of the Top 100 R&B 45s and 12 
of the Top 75 albums. Motown Records 
followed CBS on both charts, with nine of 
the Top 100 R&B singles and eight of the 
Top 75 LPs. 

Country Records 
For country records, RCA led the other 

companies overall, with 30 records on both 
charts, divided evenly 15 and 15 between 
singles and albums. CBS has 27 records on 
both charts, but topped RCA on the singles 
list with 19 singles in the Top 100 Country 
45s. The remaining eight for CBS were on 
the album chart. 

No single company dominated Cash 

Box's Top 40 chart for jazz albums. Atlantic 
and Polydor each had five jazz albums 
charted on one or more of its associated 
labels, while five other record manufac- 
turers have four albums each on the jazz 
roster. 

The top five companies for total number 
of records on all charts were: CBS, 109; 
RCA, 55; Warner Bros., 49; ABC, 41; and 
Atlantic, 36. 

Filling out the top 10 charting companies 
are: United Artists, 30; Capitol, 27; Motown, 
26; Elektra/Asylum, 25; and MCA, 24. 

Top 10 
Within the top 10 pop singles, Warner 

Bros., Casablanca and Atlantic have two 
records each, while CBS/Epic, ABC, 
Elektra and TK have one each. Warner 
Bros. and CBS together account for one- 
half of the top 10 albums, with three and 
two, respectively. 20th Century, Asylum, 
Atlantic, Arista and RCA each have one LP 
in the top 10.

and we get a lot of letters back saying our 
plan does work." 

At a price of one dollar per record, Cor- 
nyn said Warner Bros. is not making any 
money on the albums and, in some cases, 
loses money. 

"We established them at about two 
dollars (per double LP) 10 years ago and 
they have maintained that cost. Obviously, 
the price of records generally has gone up 
in that time, so I think we may even take 
some loss on the thing, but I am fairly 
satisfied that any self liquidating advertis- 
ing - or nearly self-liquidating advertising - is certainly a reasonable thing for a 
record company to do." 

Underground Radio 
Although the type of artists included on 

the first albums were described by Cornyn 
as "FM -oriented or AOR-oriented artists 
who were suited to what was then called 
'underground radio,' we tried to get the 
broadest spectrum of our artists and to ap- 
peal to the broadest spectrum of an 
audience." 

He said the albums have sold an average 
of 50,000 to 100,000 copies each and have 
been compiled throughout the years by a 
variety of people. 

"The main producer lately has been 
Barry Hansen, also known as 'Dr.Demento,' 

(who hosts a weekly nostalgia radio 
program on KMET-FM in Los Angeles). He 
is close to our company and listens to every 
album front to back and spots those things 
he thinks will entertain a listener and that 
don't get the exposure they might. And it 
works." 

As far as specific success caused by the 
program, Cornyn said, "There is one I recall 
historically: Norman Greenbaum. He ap- 
peared on a sampler and got played with 
'Spirit In The Sky,' and that was before a 
single came out. 

Helped Break Single 
"In a sense, the sampler helped break 

that single. It's not something we expect to 
happen on every sampler and obviously we 
don't have an enormous track record on 
those things, but that did occur. 

"There is an audience developed out of 
the 50,000 to 100,000 people who buy each 
sampler. (Those artists) can keep their 
heads above water and there is some de- 
mand occurring for those albums that 
might not normally get exposed on radio or 
at record stores." 

As evidence of its continuation of the 
"loss leader" program, Cornyn said a new 
album will be available shortly. 

"We are putting one out right now called 
'Limo.' It is dedicated to the spirit of artists 
who will not ride in Chevrolets anymore."

Business Administration and the Economic 
Development Administration (especially 
that division's manpower unit). As reported 
(CB, Oct. 15), Weiner's credentials for the 
position included duty as deputy director of 
the Washington Issues Office for the Car- 
ter/Mondale campaign and staff co- 
ordinator for the arts and humanities task 
force, and subsequently policy analyst for 
arts and humanities on the transition staff. 
(Her official biography lists her as an ac- 
complished musician who participated in 
the young artists' series at Carnegie Hall.) 

Performance Rights 
Of the mutual priorities on her and the in- 

dustry's agenda, Weiner logically named 
performance royalties the "most significant 
issue." Commerce will participate on a 
routine basis through her office on this and 
other issues, she said. So far she has had 
"most supportive response" from 
Copyrights Register Barbara Ringer, and 
Weiner expects to work closely with Ringer 
in the future, initially to come up with 
economic impact studies on national and 
international aspects of the performance 
rights question. 

Weiner said her office will collaborate 
with the Labor Department on manpower 

issues. Equal employment opportunity for 
women and minorities is an issue "near and 
dear to my heart," she said, and "to the pre- 
sent, we've not had the staff nor the real 
push to address these areas as sensitively 
and seriously (in arts industries) as we've 
addressed them in some other industries." 
Problems of women business owners or 
those conditions that preclude there being 
women business owners is a particular in- 
terest of Weiner's. 

Promotion Efforts 
Among the first projects the office will 

coordinate, with the U.S. Travel Service 
and Department of Tourism, is promotion 
of musical performances around the coun- 
try. The idea is to showcase the cultural 
resources available (not to create new per- 
formances, Weiner cautioned), ranging 
from classical to rock music. 

Catalyst 
The Office of Cultural Resources is des- 

tined for a low profile, to act as a catalyst for 
existing agencies. Weiner has a projected 
"shoestring budget," a staff of one consul- 
tant and one secretary, and she will not 
seek an increase in either budget or staff. 
The task at hand, she said, is to "wake up 
the existing bureaucracy."

ployment agencies" subject to licensing by 
government bodies, but are instead "com- 
missioned merchants," independently - 
contracted consultants who are not subject 
to these regulations. The managers' group 
reports instances where the union has 
refused to approve contracts for dates 
arranged by "non -franchised managers." 

Ted Dreher, assistant to the president of 
the AF of M, declined official comment on 
the legal matters. 

However, an attorney familiar with labor 
matters in the entertainment industry said 
that, on the surface, NAOL's case was not a 
strong one. He noted there are several in- 

dustries in which union members are also 
independent employers, including the 
trucking industry, where some Teamsters 
also operate as independent trucking con- 
tractors. From the standpoint of the 
National Labor Relations Act, he added, 
there appeared to be no solid basis for a 
lawsuit. 

"Keep in mind," he concluded, "that 
most labor laws are established for 
manufacturing (factory) industries and at- 
tempts to superimpose these regulations 
on the arts, which do not operate in the 
same way, do not have well -established 
precedents ... off the cuff, their (NAOL's) 
position doesn't seem to be legitimate."

(continued from page 9) promoting it through the right media. 

Kiernan was not in favor of more 
emphasis on institutional, as opposed to 
coop, advertising. "The problem with in- 
stitutional advertising is that it's not 
measurable," he said. "You can never tell if 
a record is selling because of that ad or 
because of radio airplay, in-store play, etc." 

According to a spokesman for RCA 
Records, "RCA is combating the sharp in- 
creases in advertising rates by intensifying 
its commitment to effective buying. A 
program was initiated recently that rates 
our buys and tracks sell-off against specific 
commitments. Intensification of the 
research effort is essential in this 
environment." 

intention of eliminating coop advertising. 
What the marketing organization wants is 

more flexibility in the type of advertising run 
with its accounts and a broader range of 
options to choose from in advertising that is 

not tagged to dealers. 
In order to implement these concepts, 

Perper recognized, WEA will have to ex- 
pand its advertising budget. However, he 
denied the existence of any connection be- 
tween this plan and WEA's decision to raise 
its wholesale prices on $7.98 list LPs 
several months ago. 

Ad To Sales Ratios 
CBS and Capitol plan no change in their 

present ad to sales ratios for coop advertis- 
ing, although the CBS national ad budget 
may be increased by raising the percent- 
age of sales which can be spent on that kind 
of advertising (Cash Box, September 3). 
Paul Smith, vice president of market- 
ing/branch distribution for CBS Records, 
declined to comment on whether any of the 
sales increase from the company's recent 
wholesale price hike will be spent on adver- 
tising. 

Dan Davis, vice president of creative ser- 
vices/merchandishing and adver- 
tising/press and artist relations for Capitol 
Records, noted that rather than increase its 
ad to sales ratio as advertising costs rise, 
the label is trying to place its buys more ef- 
ficiently. Asked how the industry can attract 
more record buyers while prices soar at 
retail, Davis replied, "By putting out good 
albums with attractive packaging, and by 
having good merchandise." 

'Have To Be Sharper' 
Jack Kiernan, vice president of sales for 

Phonodisc, thought that all record 
manufacturers, including Phonodisc, "will 
have to be a little sharper in their advertis- 
ing, both in buying time and in picking the 
product that they advertise. I know of no 
other way of doing it (keeping up with ad- 
vertising cost increases)."

attorney, Martin Schwartz, injected a note 
of drama into the opening day's 
proceedings when he charged that persons 
who may be employed by Klein had in- 
dicated threats against Bennett and his 
family. Schwartz had previously asked a 
federal judge to keep Bennett's guilty plea 
sealed, so that Klein would not find out that 
Bennett was cooperating with federal 
prosecutors. The government has 
promised Bennett protection. 

In his opening statement, Assistant U.S. 
Attorney Robert Schwartz accused Klein of 
"turning records into cash" and using Ben- 
nett as the "front." Bennett handled all the 
transactions with wholesalers and split the 
proceeds with Kelein, Schwartz said. 

Defense attorney Gerald Walpin said 
Klein was not aware that Bennett was sell- 
ing these records, and charged that Ben- 
nett was "framing" his client. 

The trial is expected to last as long as 
three to four weeks. Klein, if convicted, 
faces up to five years in jail on each of three 
counts of tax evasion, and up to three years 
on each of three counts of filing false tax 
returns.

generally stated that the classical section 
had its own department. Navarro explained 
that in the Tower store, classical music has 
its own floor with a separate section 
devoted exclusively to opera. "The 
classical section is a separate environment 
by itself that includes opera. We have three 
walls available for display and we devote 
one to opera, one to opera vocals and one 
wall to budget classics. Since we don't have 
that large a front window, we usually put 
pop promotional items in it and very rarely 
have front window space devoted to 
opera." 

Multiple Sets 
Rose Records keeps all multiple record 

sets together. Since 65 percent of the store 
is classical product, opera is always dis- 
played in the front window. Record and 
Tape Collector files their operas 
numerically by label and normally displays 
operas and classics together. A major new 
opera release is given front window display 
space. 

The San Francisco store in the Odyssey 
chain devotes a mezzanine exclusively to 
the vocal arts and opera is often featured in 
wall displays though Holmes indicated that 
this is not a hard and fast rule. In addition 
Holmes said, "Very often the front window 
is devoted exclusively to opera but that is 
principally during the opera season." 

The general consensus indicated that 
operas generally outsell classics initially 
and at the same time sell for longer periods 
of time. Navarro stated, "Operas tend to sell 
heavier at the very beginning. Opera peo- 
ple seem to anticipate what is coming out 
and 'heat it up' right at the outset." Frankel, 

of Record and Tape, indicated that, "In 
many ways, operas are our most predic- 
table sellers." Frankel explained that many 
customers call in, time and time again, 
when they learn of a projected new release 
that interests them. Prestone agreed with 
the rest of the retailers but added that, "It 
depends on many things including the artist 
or the work." 

Knowledgeable Salespeople 
An important aspect to the merchandis- 

ing of opera is the acquisition of 
knowledgeable salespeople who can con- 
verse with the opera buff. Navarro in- 
dicated that knowledgable sales people are 
vital and went so far as to state, "Our sales 
would be roughly half of what they are now 
if it wasn't for the fact that we have two 
opera afficianados working at the store. 
They set an atmosphere that encourages 
buying. Many people do not know what they 
want and are open to other opinions." 

Discount Records and Books has the ad- 
ded advantage of an opera guide that was 
compiled by Prestone. Whealton ex- 
plained, "It lists all the major operas and his 
picks of the various versions available that 
he thinks are worthwhile, in order. With that 
guide in hand, even a nonclassical sales 
person can do a lot more than in other 
shops." Frankel added that, "The real buffs 
know what they want so anyone who knows 
how to use a catalog can help the customer 
but a lot of times customers will want to 
know the best work of someone or 
something and it is imperative that 
someone who is knowledgeable remain on 
the floor at all times. This idea applies to 
selling anything in the store, not just 
opera."

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JAA Show Reflects Growing 
Impact Of Japanese Games 
LOS ANGELES - The 11th Japan 
Amusement -Trade Association (JAA) 
show, held October 5-7 at the Harumi 
Fairgrounds in Tokyo, attracted 60 ex- 
hibitors who filled more than 460 display 
booths in the crowded exhibit hall. 

In terms of size, the JAA event ranks a 
distant third behind the annual ATE show in 
London and the AMOA show in Chicago; 
however, it has received greater attention 
than ever before in recent years due to the 
Japanese industry's growing influence in 
the world market. 

This trend is evidenced by the fact that 
several of this year's most popular 
American games actually emanated from 
Japan. 

Commenting on the trend, Paul Jacobs, 
vice president of marketing for Exidy, said: 
"Some very good product has come out of 
Japan in the last few years. In fact, some of 
the pieces that were big hits (in America) 
over the past year originated in Japan." 

Similarly, Ira Bettelman, vice president of 
C.A. Robinson & Co. distributors in Los 
Angeles, commented: "While we haven't 
had a mass infiltration of Japanese games 
in the United States, we have seen several 
games here that have been initiated by their 
ideas." 

Well Organized 
Both Jacobs and Bettelman agreed that 

this year's JAA show was well organized 
and very informative. And both said that of 
the comparatively small number of games 
on display, a large percentage were suited 
to the American market. 

Jacobs indicated that his reason for at- 
tending the show was twofold. "First, it was 
important for us to get a better feel for the 
Japanese market since we're now selling to 
it rather extensively. Second, we went out of 
curiosity to see the latest developments by 
Japanese manufacturers. 

"If, for instance, Taito or Sega has 
something good," Jacobs continued, "then 
we can work out a cross -licensing agree- 
ment whereby we would build that par- 
ticular game for them in America. In fact, we 
have worked out an agreement with Taito 
and we will be showing one of their 
products at the AMOA show." 

Though relatively small in size, the JAA 
show is quite large in scope. Indeed, this 
year there was a tremendous variety of 
equipment - ranging from video games to 
gambling devices - with very little duplica- 
tion.

In addition to the Japanese -made 
products, there was also a significant array 
of American equipment being displayed by 
the various Japanese licensee firms. 
Among the American manufacturers 
represented were: Atari, Exidy, Project 
Support Engineering, Midway, Rock -Ola, 
Seeburg and Allied Leisure, to name a few. 

Jacobs predicted even greater American 
participation in the future. "I think as the 
show expands," he said, "you will see more 
and more American firms attending 
because the Japanese manufacturers have 
been developing some superior products." 

Arcade Oriented 
As Jacobs pointed out, the JAA show is 

heavily arcade -oriented. "They are geared 
toward game room rather than single site 
locations." he said. "And that's why you find

Pinball As Art Exhibit Opens In N.Y. 
NEW YORK - Pinball! and the Penny Ar- 
cade, an exhibit billed as "a celebration of 
this exciting game, its history and its art," 
runs through November 19 at the Phyllis 
Elliott Gallery here. The show also features 
a faithful re-creation of a penny arcade. 

The art itself, backglass rescued from 
machines by collector James Caspi, is sur- 
prisingly representative of America. 
Baseball, football and girls predominate, 
whether in the Art Deco greens and yellows

TSTI Turning Out Qualified 
Music & Games Servicemen 
WACO, TX - Texas State Technical In- 
stitute here has responded to the coin 
machine-industry's ever increasing de- 
mand for trained field technicians and 
routemen by offering a comprehensive 
program in music and games servicing. 
The two-year course was established last 
year through the school's Music & Games 
Department, under the direction of chair- 
man James E. Teele. 

In the music and games equipment 
program, students learn to repair juke 
boxes, pinball machines, video games, 
foosball tables and a wide variety of 
arcade -type games. In addition, they take 
courses in electronic theory, digital cir- 
cuitry, black and white and color television 
servicing, currency devices and soldering. 

Instructor Ken Zimmerman, formerly of 
All Coin Equipment Co., San Antonio, ex- 
plained that the music and games program 
is an offshoot of TSTI's vending machine 
course. "People have been asking for a 

course like this," he said. "There is a big 
need for qualified servicemen in music and 
games - especially now that everything 
has gone solid-state and microprocessor." 

Advisory Committee 
To ensure that the course would meet the 

needs of prospective employers, the Music 
& Games Department staff worked closely 
with the Texas MOA and a professional ad- 
visory committee drawn from members of 
the industry. They decided to make it an 
open-ended program, so that students

broadcast was less than the amount of time 
and number of spots billed; the money dif- 
ference between the amounts reimbursed 
to Music Plus by record manufacturers for 
advertising time and spots billed and the 
amounts paid to the radio station by Music 
Plus for advertising time and spots actually 
used was credited to the 'zebra' account 

The complaint also charged that a cash 
register in certain stores in the chain would 
be used until a stated amount of money had 
been received by said register. It would 
then be closed down and the money would 
be put into an envelope. The envelope 
would be picked up seven days a week by a 
company vehicle and allegedly delivered to 
the Music Plus main office where it would 
be diverted to the "zebra" account. 

The "zebra" account, plaintiffs maintain, 
was used for the personal use, benefit and 
living expense of the four defendants and 
Mrs. Kay Marker (wife of defendant 
Marker) and Mrs. Soni Fogelman (Fogel - 
man's spouse). Funds from the "zebra" ac- 
count, according to the complaint, were 
also used for the purchase of thousands of 
stolen LPs of top selling recording artists. 

Goldberg, Kolberg, Colestock and 
Kincheloe, the complaint says, actually 
stole the records and sold them to partner 
defandants at a price substantially below 
that of the record manufacturers. The 
records were then allegedly sold at the 
regular retail price at various Music Plus 
stores, the profits from the sales being 
credited to the "zebra" account. 

Plaintiffs also assert that defendants 
"returned certain of ... (the) stolen records 
to the record manufacturers for the price 
which the manufacturer regularly sold the 
same record to retail record stores and 
credited the profit made thereby to the 
'zebra' account..." 

Although Lou Fogelman, president of 
Music Plus, declined comment on the ad- 
vice of his attorneys, an informed source in- 
dicated that the litigation may be a result of 
a buy-out dispute between the parties.

Gizmo Makes Debut 
LONDON -A musical device described as 
"revolutionary" and destined to have 
"profound effects on the music industry all 
around the world" was unveiled at a Savoy 
Hotel reception on October 5. 

It is called the Gizmo, and was devised by 
former 10cc members Lol Creme and 
Kevin Godley. It has been developed by 
them in conjunction with the Applied 
Physics Department of the University of 
Manchester Institute of Science and 
Technology, and was used by Creme and 
Godley to compose and record the three - 
LP album "Consequences" with dialog by 
Peter Cook and a guest appearance by 
Sarah Vaughan. The album is being 
released by Phonogram on October 17. 

The Gizmo is a small box which clamps 
to the bridge of the guitar and mechanically 
bows the strings. The notes the guitarist 
plays can be changed and indefinitely 
sustained, providing "a vast range of 
musical sounds including a full string 
orchestra, choral, brass and percussion 
sections, and sounds never -before -heard 
which portray dramatic natural effects."
