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EDITORIAL 
Southeast Radio ... Breaking Those Records 

The recent Anti -Muscolo radio conference in 

Birmingham, Alabama not only showed the impor- 
tance and need of such gatherings, but also brought 
attention to the southeast area in their efforts to 
break records. 

The massive increase in attendance, from 275 last 
year to more than 425 this year, alludes to the in- 
terest of the industry in the southeast market. Not 
only is the number of people attending important, 
but also the representation from label promotion 
departments supports this attitude. 

The general consensus among industry people is 

that this region is old-line radio -programming by 
ear with little or no passive research. Figures ban- 
tered about at the conference suggested that 75- 
80b/ó of new records are being broken in the south- 
east and that in general, these people give a lot of 

records an opportunity that other areas do not or 
cannot. 

Another interesting item to note is the solidarity of 
the southeast radio industry. They communicate 
with each other continuously and present a united 
front. Their loyalty to some of their own regional ar- 
tists has given the rest of the country some fine 
music and increased record sales. 

Besides the face-to-face interaction which is im- 
portant in this telephone -dominated business, an 
impressive list of panelists were on hand to offer 
their viewpoints. 

With other regional radio conferences on tap, the 
success of Birmingham points to the need for this 
type of verbal exchange and the continuing signifi- 
cance of secondary regions like the southeast.

Capitol's Sales In 
1977 Are Stable, 
Net Income Drops 
LOS ANGELES - While net sales in 1977 
for Capitol Industries -EMI, Inc. remained 
virtually stable compared to both the three- 
month and six month periods ending Dec. 
31, 1976, net income dropped more than 
25% from the previous year. 

For the last three months of 1977, 
Capitol's net sales totalled $59.7 million, 
down $1.6 million, or 2.6 percent, from 
$61.2 million in the same period of 1976. 

Net income for the three months, which 
was $2.83 million in 1976, was $2.04 million 
in 1977, a decrease of $795,000, or 28 per- 
cent. 

During the six-month period ending Dec. 
31, 1977, the company's net sales came to 
$110.6 million, a decline of $1.5 million, or 
1.4 percent, from net sales of $112.2 million 
in the last six months of 1976. 

Net income for the same period in 1977 
was $4.08 million, a decrease of $1.9 
million, or 31.8 percent from the 1976 figure 
of $6 million. There were 3,297,995 average 
shares outstanding in 1977 compared to 3,-

"Increases in recording and talent 
development costs as well as higher 
marketing expenses further depressed net 
income," Menon said. 

"Capitol's performance in the develop- 
ment of new talent has been excellent as 
evidenced by the remarkable successes of 
Be -Bop Deluxe, Gentle Giant, Sammy 
Hagar, Klaatu, Kraftwerk, Little River Band, 
Maze, Mink DeVille, Pousette-Dart Band, 
Starz and Bob Welch," the chief executive 
said. 

The board of directors at its meeting 
declared a quarterly cash dividend of eight 
cents per share payable March 25, 1978 to 
shareholders of record Feb. 24. 1978. 

Phonodisc Sales 
Set New Record 
NEW YORK - Phonodisc, Inc. has an- 
nounced record sales for the third con- 
secutive month. January volume for the 
Polygram Group's distribution arm was 
$28.3 million, compared to $27.3 million in 
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CBS Records Volume Leaps 28% In 1977;

were certified platinum on the same day; 
and Columbia's James Taylor and Por- 
trait's Heart, both signed to the company 
last year. 

Already established superstars, in- 
cluding Boz Scaggs, Chicago, Earth, Wind 
& Fire, Neil Diamond, Lou Rawls, the Isley 
Brothers, Kansas, and Engelbert Humper- 
dinck, all had one or more platinum albums 
in 1977. 

Other CBS acts who scored big suc- 
cesses last year included Billy Joel, the 
Emotions, Dave Mason, Dan Fogelberg, 
Burton Cummings, Teddy Pendergrass, 
Aerosmith, Pink Floyd, and REO 
Speedwagon. 

Heatwave got off to a rousing start with a 
debut platinum album and single. Eddie 
Money, Elvis Costello, Wet Willie, Meat 
Loaf, Ram Jam, and Cheap Trick all cut im- 
pressive debut CBS LPs last year, too. 

CBS recording artists made profound 
impacts on the Cash Box Top 40 Jazz Chart 
with such artists as George Duke, Maynard 
Ferguson, and Bob James. Leading R&B 
acts on CBS labels included EWF, 
Heatwave. Bill Withers, the O'Jays and Lou 
Rawls. 

NEW YORK - The CBS/Records Group 
had record sales and earnings last year. 
Revenues rose 28% to $767.9 million from 
$599.2 million in 1976, while earnings in- 
creased 20% to $79.9 million from $63.9 
million in the previous year. 

The second largest of the four CBS 
groups also accounted for a larger portion 
of corporate revenues than ever before. 
The Record Group contributed 35% of CBS 
Inc.'s volume in 1977, compared to 26% in 
1976. 

Walter Yetnikoff, president of the 
CBS/Records Group, commented, "In 
reviewing our worldwide position in the in- 
dustry, we are almost 50% ahead in sales 
compared to our nearest American com- 
petitor, and this does not include 91 million 
in Japanese sales from CBS/Sony. Since 
1975, our domestic labels' business alone 
has grown by almost 100%, and we have 
significantly picked up market share from 
our major competitors." 

While CBS Records Division, the Group's 
domestic arm, was reported to have scored 
the biggest gains in 1977, CBS Records In- 
ternational's sales far exceeded the prior 
year's record volume, according to Dick 
Asher, president of CRI. "By maintaining 
the enormous momentum we created dur- 
ing 1977," he said, "CBS Records Inter- 
national continues to hold its position as the 
largest and fastest -growing U.S.-based 
(record) company." 

Artist Development 
Bruce Lundvall, president of the CBS 

Records Division, attributed the company's 
1977 success to "artist development," a 
theme that CBS has stressed constantly 
throughout the year. "Last year we broke 
more new acts and introduced more artists 
to higher sales levels than any other record 
company," Lundvall asserted. "CBS' A&R 
and marketing staffs have perfected the 
techniques for bringing artists to their full 
potential." - 

Among the established artists who 
reached superstar status in 1977 were 
Epic's Ted Nugent, two of whose albums 

During the past 12 months, CBS also an- 
nounced several major distribution and 
production deals. Columbia reached a 
production/talent acquisition pact with Jon 
Peters, and a production/logo deal with 
Bob James and his Tappan Zee Records. 
Epic acquired the Ode Records catalog, 
and signed a production deal with Tommy 
Mottola's Champion Entertainment and 
with Cleveland International. The 
Associated Labels family welcomed a num- 
ber of new companies, including Lifesong, 
Nemperor, and Tabu. 

Rounding out the domestic picture was 
CBS Records/Nashville, which experien- 
ced its most successful year ever. Willie 
Nelson, Kris Kristofferson, Moe Bandy, 
Marty Robbins, Lynn Anderson, Tom 
Jones, Johnny Cash and Johnny Paycheck 
were just a few of the artists who made key 
contributions to that success.

Business in Boston was completely shut 
down Tuesday and Wednesday, February 7 

and 8. The city was hit by over two feet of 
snow, winds which raged up to 100 miles an 
hour, and two large-scale power blackouts.

20th Translates $4.6 Mil. Loss 
In '76 To $2 Mil. Profit In '77

LOS ANGELES - With the help of the "Star 
Wars" soundtrack and LPs from Barry 
White, 20th Century -Fox Records turned its 
1976 loss of $4.6 million into profit of almost 
$2 million in 1977, according to the parent 
company's annual financial report. 

The 141 percent earnings increase 
paralleled the results of 20th Century -Fox 
Film Corporation as a whole, whose earn- 
ings before taxes increased in 1977 to $76.9 
million from $18.7 million in 1976, an in- 
crease of slightly more than 300 percent. 

Revenue for 20th's record and music 
publishing division was $22.7 million last 
year, an increase of $12.8 million, or 128 
percent, above 1976's figure of $9.9 million. 
The loss in 1976 of $4.6 million was trans- 
lated into earnings of $1.9 million, a turna- 
round of $6.6 million. 

Satisfying Year 
"Last year was very satisfying," said Alan 

Livingston, president of 20th's entertain- 
ment division, "not just because we had 
such a tremendous reversal of our profit 
picture, but because we have built over the 
past six months an organization that I feel 
very strongly about as being one of the best 
in the industry, from the standpoint of com- 
panies of comparable size." 

As far as the impact of the "Star Wars" 
albums, both the original soundtrack and 
"The Story Of Star Wars" follow-up, "ob- 
viously it was substantial," said Arnie 
Orleans, 20th Century -Fox Records' senior 

vice president of marketing. 
"But that's not to eliminate Barry 

White's hugh success and big records by 
Peter McCann and Kenny Nolan a little 
earlier in the year. But certainly 'Star Wars' 
was a substantial source of revenue and will 
no doubt continue to be," Orleans said. 

Look To New Artists 
Although Livingston agreed the "Star 

Wars" soundtrack would continue to be a

Labels Want To Balance New Releases 
To Avoid Another Christmas Crunch

NEW YORK - As an ironic result of last 
year's dramatic upsurge in record sales, 
some manufacturers have concluded that it 
is time to revamp their approach to 
scheduling new releases. 

One reason for the change in thinking is 
that last summer's excellent sales, followed 
by record -breaking fall and Christmas 
campaigns, proved that LPs can be effec- 
tively promoted year-round. And if that 
wasn't enough, last Christmas's pressing 
woes further convinced record labels that it 

makes little sense to dump all their hot, new 
releases on the public at the same time. 

"A lot of us (manufacturers) were very 
concerned with what happened at 
Christmas, in terms of pressing problems 
and overloading of product in the stores," 
said Arnie Orleans, senior vice president of 
marketing for 20th Century -Fox Records. "I 

don't think you're going to see it happen 
this year, at least to sensible companies. 
We don't have a very big roster now, but we 
intend to stagger our release schedule 
more (evenly) throughout the year." 

In Today's Market 
Orleans noted that in today's market, it is 

a mistake to arbitrarily break down the sell- 
ing seasons into Christmas, first quarter, 
second quarter, summer and fall. "Septem- 
ber," he explained, "is not that far from 
Christmas - that is, if we can effectively 
prolong the lives of our records." 

Don Dempsey, vice president of 
marketing for Columbia Records, noted 
that CBS' "Winning Season" sales cam- 
paign, which began last September, is 
geared to continue well into the first quarter 
of 1978. If an album had sold 1.5 million 
units by Christmas, according to Dempsey, 
a second single after the first of the year 
could generate another million. He added 
that radio is more interested in multi -

Carter 
noted that labels will still tend to pull back 
during the second quarter, concentrating 
on jazz, country, or other catalog promo- 
tions. The first and second quarters, he 

added, were also becoming opportune 
times to release new artist product. 

"If you've got good momentum and the 
artist commitments, and the product is 

ready to go, it may be wise to hold it off until 
after Christmas. The pressing problems 
were very serious this year."

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New Faces To Watch 

Jericho Harp 
Out of the wilds of Minnesota comes 

Jericho Harp, a duo whose music is as brisk 
and easy to listen to as the pristine head- 
waters of the Mississippi River near their St. 
Cloud home. Its members, Jim Thomas 
and Tom Schmidt, have been playing 
together since 1971 and their album debut 
on United Artists Records has just been 
released. 

"Our music is easy to listen to," says 
Thomas, "but sometimes that can be an in- 
dictment of a piece of music. We're some- 
where between John Mayall and Manhattan 
Transfer, or more specifically, a little to the 
left of mainstream, if that means anything." 

The duo's album is produced by Peter 
Yarrow, of Peter, Paul And Mary fame. 
Thomas and Schmidt call Yarrow "a huge 
influence" on their career, both now and in 
his earlier career as a folksinger. 

"He was a big influence on me in the '60s 
when I was a big Peter, Paul And Mary fan," 
says Thomas. "I learned a lot about music 
just from listening to them. They taught us 
about guitar playing, harmonies and they 
even had something to do with Jericho 
Harp remaining a duo - they showed us 
that acoustic guitar with singers was 
viable." 

Thomas says Simon and Garfunkel and 
Gordon Lightfoot have also been major in- 
fluences on Jericho Harp's mellow, lyrical 
sound. But he indicates the duo would like 
to work with a band behind them in the 
future. 

Jericho Harp was originally a trio, but the 
other two members quit the band and left 
Thomas with the name. He worked solo for 
a while, until a mutual friend introduced him 
to Schmidt, who at the time was working for 
a meat packing company in Minnesota. 

"We hit it off very well, even though we 
were from different backgrounds," says 
Thomas, who honed his musical skills at 
prep school. "Tom had been a bass player 
in a Rolling Stones kind of rock band and 
hadn't really done much singing. But we 
liked a lot of the same things and inside of a 
year and a half we were presentable as an 
act. It took some time, but it felt right." 

The duo is currently gathering material 
for a second album, while they continue to 
tour the eastern half of the country. "We've 
been playing colleges for five years now," 
reports Thomas, "and we're going to keep 
on doing that. That's how we've earned our 
living. 

"Peter wants us to do all original material 
on the next LP, but Tom and I aren't all that 
set on it. We just want all the songs to be 
strong material that fits our style." 

Keeping within the bounds of their own 
style, musically and in general, is important 
to Jericho Harp. 

"We want to be successful in the music 
business for the obvious personal and 
financial reasons," notes Thomas, "but not 
at the expense of our personal lives. We 
want to do it on our own terms - not being 
forced to move out to Los Angeles and 
recording only the music we'd like to do. 
We're hard workers and we take it all very 
seriously, but it's not worth ruining your life 
over." 

But such worries don't trouble the Min- 
nesotans too much. The've kept the control 
they want over their career so far, and the 
future looks bright for Jericho Harp.

Enchantment 

It started as a joke. David Banks, a high 
school student in Detroit, wanted to get a 

classmate, Emanuel Johnson, to join his 
new singing group. So he told Johnson that 
Berry Gordy was his uncle, and that if he 
joined the group he would be going on tour 
in England in two weeks. Johnson joined 
and the truth emerged; but, since Johnson 
was already impressed by what he heard, 
he stuck around, anyway. 

That was in 1966. The group was known 
as The Enchantments, and they soon 
began tackling the arduous talent -contest 
circuit in Detroit. Three years later, they 
won first prize on local radio station 
WCHB's annual contest. The prize included 
$500 and a "recording contract." Unfor- 
tunately, Johnson recalls, the contract in- 
volved "a little neighborhood company. 
When we saw what it was about, it wasn't 
about nothin'." 

However, the contest did launch their 
professional career by increasing their 
recognition. They began to get gigs at local 
bars, lounges, and supper clubs. Soon the 
gigs were steady, but not enough to pay the 
bills. Johnson worked as a salesman in a 
Goodwill store; Banks was an electrician, 
and other members of the group worked in 
various Detroit factories. 

Nevertheless, the group, which was 
rounded out by Edgar Clanton, Bobbi 
Green, and Joe Thomas, were able to per- 
severe. They streamlined their name to 
Enchantment, Johnson says, when they 
were looking in the dictionary and saw 
"enchant" defined as "to cast a spell; to 
delight completely." 

But in order to truly enchant an audience, 
they had to perfect their stage act. As that 
aspect of their performance began to take 
shape, Michael Stokes saw them perform- 
ing. Stokes contacted Fred Frank of 
Roadshow Records, and in 1975 Enchant- 
ment became Roadshow recording artists. 

According to Johnson, Roadshow presi- 
dent Sid Mauer was instrumental in helping 
the group develop an act which not only fits 
their name, but is fast becoming Enchant- 
ment's personalized tradmark. Magic 
canes, tall hats, and long Mandrake capes 
serve as props for illusions which, Johnson 
says, "accent the songs. Sometimes we'll 
make roses appear, or objects disappear. 
But the important thing is we try to entertain 
and give people a complete show." 
Judging by their current chart success, 

the members of Enchantment have 
managed to entertain quite a few listeners. 
"Enchantment," their first album, made a 
respectable debut on the R&B charts, and 
"Once Upon A Dream" the group's latest 
album, is currently #80 bullet on the Cash 
Box Album chart and #17 bullet on the 
Cash Box R&B Album chart. "It's You That 

I Need," Enchantment's new single, has 
already climbed to #15 on the Cash Box 
Top 100 R&B Singles chart. 

Enchantment's music, Johnson believes, 
is continuing to evolve toward a "universal 
blend. I think we have a partial feel of the 
Motown era." Johnson says, "because we 
were brought up listening to it. But we've 
also incorporated a lot of rock, pop and 
even heavy gospel influences." 

"I hope we can give people an influence 
to pull it together and love each other." 

Ear For Talent Not Enough 
Says A&R Chief Rosencrantz

LOS ANGELES - "Sometimes the easiest 
thing is signing the act." With these words 
Denny Rosencrantz neatly sums up his 
multi -faceted role as the head of A&R for a 
major record label -a role he says is ex- 
panding. 

"I discovered additional duries every- 
day," he said. 

Besides having a good ear for talent, the 
A&R chief "better have experience in all 
phases of the record business," according 
to Rosencrantz, who last year joined MCA 
Records as vice president of A&R. He also 
believes it helps to have a rapport with art- 
ists, managers, agents, lawyers, the press, 
the trades and radio, as well as with heads 
of the other departments at the label. 

Since today it takes all departments - 
sales, marketing, promotion, publicity, etc. - within the company pulling together to 
make a record - or group -a hit, the per- 
son in charge of the A&R department must 
be a first-rate administrator, coordinator 
and motivator. No longer does the job 
simply revolve around acquiring talent for 
the label, selecting material and supervis- 
ing the recording session. Indeed, the A&R 
executive should be familiar with even the 
most minute aspects of the business. 

Rosencrantz' own background in the 
music industry is a case in point. Before 
coming to MCA, he had done national 
promotion for ABC Records and tapes in 
Seattle for five years and Phonogram/Mer- 
cury in Chicago for six years. In addition, he 
previously headed up Mercury's west coast 
A&R operation, worked at Uni Records un- 
der Russ Regan and promoted rock con- 
certs on the side. 

In an interview at the MCA Tower in Uni- 
versal City, Rosencrantz outlined the 
musical direction at MCA, his views on 
signing new and established artists and the 
broad spectrum of responsibilities that fall 
under the heading of A&R. 

Rosencrantz feels the record division is 
close to becoming "a full -line company," 
which should complement well MCA's 
heavy involvement in television and film 
production. "We're almost a full -line com- 
pany now," he said, "except for jazz and 
classical." 

An examination of the label's current 
roster supports Rosencrantz' assessment. 

Expectations High 
At GRT's Janus 

by Joey Berlin 
LOS ANGELES - The Roman god Janus 
had two faces, one to look forward and one 
to look back, but at Janus Records 
everyone is looking ahead toward what they 
expect to be the label's best year. Expecta- 
tions are high due to a boost in support 
from Janus' parent company, GRT Cor- 
poration; the current success of Kayak's 
"Starlight Dancer"; and the promising 
product on the horizon. 

While pointing out that support from GRT 
has always been adequate, Janus ex- 
ecutives say the corporation has increased 
its commitment to the label in terms of both 
financial and moral support. GRT is also us- 
ing its sales force to supplement the record 
company's. 

At the same time, the success of the 
Dutch group Kayak's new album is a cause 
for celebration at Janus. The rock quintet's 
LP is currently enjoying its third con- 
secutive week on the Cash Box Most Ad- 
ded FM LPs list and is making its debut on 
the Cash Box Top 200 Albums chart. 

Janus promotion chief Don Wright 
credits hard work by the label's relatively 
small number of field personnel, release 
timing and the quality of the product for the

With superstars Elton John, Lynyrd 
Skynyrd, Olivia Newton -John and the Who, 
MCA has for years been a significant 
presence in the contemporary pop field. 

First and second quarter releases will in- 
clude albums by Elton, Olivia and the Who, 
Rosencrantz said.

Midsong artists include 
John Travolta, Carol Douglass, Melanie 
and Silver Convention. 

Rosencrantz is also high on a couple of 
newcomers, Willie Alexander and Lisa 
Burns. He describes Alexander's music as 
"mainstream rock with punk overtones" 
and believes Burns has the potential to 
become "a female Bruce Springsteen." 

The signing of War last year signalled a 
major thrust in the R&B field. And ac- 
cording to Rosencrantz, the recent addition 
of Stargard, Lonnie Jordan, Leon Haywood 
and Van McCoy has made MCA "a real 
viable R&B label." 

With a lineup that includes Merle 
Haggard, Loretta Lynn, Conway Twitty, 
Tanya Tucker and Mel Tillis, MCA has a 
solid grip on the country music charts. 
Haggard, Tillis and another country artist, 
Joe Ely, have great pop crossover poten- 
tial, according to Rosencrantz. 

Soundtrack albums will continue to be a 
high priority at MCA, Rosencrantz said. 
"Ned Tannen, who's president of the film 
division, and the record company under 
Mike Maitland really started the ball rolling 
with 'American Graffiti.' Then came 'Car

She does admit that she had some reser- 
vations at first. "Growing up a woman in a

Ms. Hyman attributes their successful 

working relationship to an ability to 
separate the business and personal 
spheres when disagreements occur.

Recording Team Specializes 
In The `Impossible' Projects 

by Randy Lewis 
LOS ANGELES - Their tapes do not self 
destruct in five seconds, but Al Williams 
and Joel Fein of Sound Advice like to refer 
to their recording business as "Impossible 
Audio." 

"Impossible audio is our specialty," Fein 
said. "We usually take over the jobs that 
other sound recorders have deemed 'im- 
possible.' " 

Sound Advice has been recording live 
performances under a wide range of condi- 
tions for the past three years, concentrating 
primarily on east coast events. Most re- 
cently, however, Williams and Fein have 
come to the west coast to do the sound for 
"The Buddy Holly Story" film which recent- 
ly completed shooting. Now Williams and 
Fein plan to open an office in Los Angeles 
and become more active in motion picture 
projects. 

The Buddy Holly film is a good example 
of the many adverse conditions under 
which Sound Advice has had to operate. 
First, all the songs were recorded live as the 
scenes were shot, rather than being taped 
in a studio and dubbed -in later. 

Period Film 
Another problem they had to overcome, 

Fein said, is the fact that "this is a period 
film, so the only microphones that can show 
are the three period mikes like those Holly 
used. We had to bury mikes behind am- 
plifiers and under drums," he said. 

"We wanted to capture the essence of 
Buddy Holly's music, without it sounding 
like it was recorded in 1956. We are 
recording it as if it were being recorded in 
1978," Fein Said. 

Besides the problem of having to con- 
ceal mikes to maintain the image of the fif- 
ties with the sound of the seventies, the 
locations in which the recordings were 
made were less than optimum in some 

cases. "We have recorded in old theatres, 
new theatres and roller rinks." 

For the roller rink scene, Fein explained, 
recording began on a Sunday night at 11 
p.m. and didn't finish until 4 a.m. the follow- 
ing Tuesday. Those 29 hours of taping will 
end up as a five-minute scene in the movie. 

Fein and Williams began their recording 
operation about three years ago recording 
concerts in some east coast clubs for use 
by radio networks which syndicate live 
shows. One of the acts which prompted 
them into business was Bruce Spring- 
steen. 

"We had seen Springsteen live and he is

The survery of 68 rock and pop critics from various publications listed the 
Sex Pistols, "Never Mind The Bollocks, Here's the Sex Pistols" as the top album of 1977. 
The remainder of the Top 10 are, in order: Elvis Costello's "My Aim Is True," Television's 
"Marquee Moon," Fleetwood Mac's "Rumours." Steely Dan's "Aja," Ramones' "Rocket To 
Russia," Talking Heads' -77." Randy Newman's "Little Criminals," Garland Jeffreys' 
"Ghost Writer" and Cheap Trick's "In Color." Filling out the critics' Top 20 are: Jackson 
Browne's "Running On Empty," Pete Townshend And Ronnie Lane's "Rough Mix," Kate 
And Anna McGarrigle's "Dancer With Bruised Knees." Al Green's "The Belle Album,"

Original 
recordings of such classics as "Tune Up," "Walkin' " and "Four" 
are included. All the music is classic Miles, and the accompani- 
ment reads like the Modern Jazz Hall of Fame. Intersting notes 
and a classy package make this a significant addition to this fine 
reissue series. 

YOUNG BYRD - Donald Byrd - Milestone M-47044 - 
Producer: Orrin Keepnews - List: 8.98 

This set catches Byrd in 1957 with his cohorts of the time, 
Pepper Adams and Gigi Gryce. The Jazz Lab Quintet (with 
Gryce) was an interesting group, although rather short-lived. 
The band whick included Adams lasted longer, and this is the 
first session recorded by that group. This later band is 
represented here by an in -person date with generally longer 
performances. Both. dates have an abundance of solid playing, 
and are some of the era's best jazz. 

THE LAST OF THE BLUE DEVILS - Jay McShann - Atlantic 
SD 8800 - Producer: Ilhan Mimaroglu - List: 7.98 

McShann has been recorded extensively in Europe, but he 
has not been well represented in the U.S. Indeed, this is only the 
third LP he has recorded in his long and distinguisned career 
for an American label. McShann is the last of the major Kansas 
City jazzmen and his music is representative of the best of the 
genre. Buddy Tate and John Scofield lend considerable 
assistance in the solo department, but McShann's vocals and 
the riffing ensemble are of equal importance. The program is 
mostly familiar material, but the performances are fresh and 
inspired. 

THE ADVENTURES OF ASTRAL PIRATES - Lenny White - 
Elektra 6E-121 - Producers: Lenny White and Al Kooper - 
List: 7.98 

This jazz fusion concept relates a storyline which is like a 

combination of the "Yellow Submarine" film, in which music is 
absent from society, and "Star Wars." White and his band 
musically interpret the various themes and moods, from the 
fast -paced "Pursuit" sequence to the spacey "Revelation." The 
LP's graphics are especially attractive and should aid in-store 
promotion. For jazz and AOR playlists. 

LOVE SONGS - Gary Bartz - Vee Jay VJS 3068 - Producer: 
Gary Bartz - List: 6.98 

The influence of Charlie Parker on the alto sax style of Gary 
Bartz, who has been blowing for better than 25 years now, is 
present in much of the material on "Love Song," in particular, 
the light "You." Most of the tunes are upbeat, happy songs with 
an R&B flavor on some instances. He also cleverly blends 
loosely structured improvisational preludes and interludes with 
some familiar works. 

COOL ELEGANCE - Richard Pulln - TR Productions AW 
14003 - Producer: Tony Roma - List 6.98 

Trombonist Richard Pulin has performed with the bands of 
Tommy Dorsey, Woody Herman, Clark Terry, Johnny Long and 
Tony Pastor, among others, but his approach here, as the title 
suggests, is easy-going rather than mainstream jazz. His 
smooth trombone style and the orchestration on some well- 
known songs by Lennon -McCartney, Bacharach-David and 
Norman Gimble make this LP suitable for MOR as well as jazz 
formats.

Hawaiian songstress Yvonne Elliman is enjoying a boom in 

her career as a result of her current single, "If I Can't Have You," 
on the "Saturday Night Fever" album. The hit single is also on 
this collection of songs about life's pain and ways to deal with it. 

Stylish production, excellent support from a long list of L.A.'s 
top session men and Elliman's smooth, yet husky voice should 
earn this album ample airplay on pop and AOR stations. 

DAVID RUFFIN AT HIS BEST - Motown M7 -895R1 - 
Producers: Various - List: 7.98 

The former Temptations lead singer is one of R&B's top 
vocalists, with or without his former group. This collection of ten 
Ruffin renditions includes four songs from his days with the 
Temps, including such classics as "My Girl" and "I Wish It 

Would Rain," as well as material off his more recent solo 
albums. Ruffin's voice is strong, sure and husky enough to con- 
vey a range of emotions from joy to despair. The whole LP 

benefits from the production talents of such R&B giants as Nor- 
man Whitfield, Van McCoy and Smokey Robinson. 

WET WILLIE GREATEST HITS - Capricorn CPN 0200 -

The best of Wet Willie's brand of southern rock 'n' roll culled 
from the band's seven years with Capricorn is a treat for the 
group's longtime fans as well as a perfect sampler for those who 
aren't too familiar with them. Their infectious energy shines 
through each of these rowdy rockers and is liable to bring out 
the good or boy in even the coldest Yankee. 

CIRCLES IN THE STREAM - Bruce Cockburn - True 
North/Island ILTA-9475 - Producer: Eugene Martynec -

This Canadian singer/songwriter has long been a favorite in 
his homeland and this album should bring him the same 
recognition in the U.S. The live 2 -LP set was recorded last year 
in Toronto and it captures Cockburn's stunning guitar work on 
17 jazz -influenced folk ballads and blues numbers. Per- 
cussionist Bill Usher supplies the spice. and the use of some 
French lyrics and bagpipes add a twist. Should receive heavy 
AOR airplay. 

STORM FORCE TEN - Steeleye Span - Chrysalis CHR 1151 - Producers: Steeleye Span and Mike Thompson - List: 7.98 
Although a few years have passed since the folk song has 

been at the fore of the popular music scene, few groups in re- 
cent years have made the genre more commercially viable or 
accessible than Steeleye Span. The six -member group 
specializes in updating traditional English folk ballads with the 
addition of percussion and the use of electric as well as acoustic 
instruments. And for the folk purist, the band's a cappella han- 
dling of the traditional "Sweep, Chimney Sweep" should prove 
a real treat. An excellent LP for anyone who admires precise 
vocal harmonies. 

STARBOOTY - Roy Ayers' Ubiquity - Elektra/Asylum 6E- 
120 - Producer: Roy Ayers - List 7.98 

Elektra's move into jazz is no casual stroll. With Roy Ayers' 
Ubiquity as one of the first releases, Elektra has established in- 
stant credibility in their new field. Mainstream jazz is here en- 
joined with tasteful Latin rhythms and R&B accents, providing a 

near -classic example of fusion jazz. The universal appeal of this 
album should make it a. well, ubiquitous entry on the charts. 

THE DAISY DILLMAN BAND - United Artists UA-LA838G - 
Producer: John Pete - List: 6.98 

This excellent country -rock outfit falls somewhere between 
the Eagles and Poco, perhaps leaning a little more toward coun- 
try than rock. The band is instrumentally proficient in all areas, 
although Pat Frederick's fiddle and Steve Seamans' expert 
steel guitar work stand out. The songs range in style from 
almost pure rock to western swing and just about everything in 

between. Potential for AOR, country and Top 40 airplay. 

DAM IT - Beaverteeth - RCA AFL1-2574 - Producer: Rod-

If you notice a distinct sound similarity both vocally and in- 
strumentally to the Atlanta Rhythm Section on Beaverteeth's 
second album, it is no doubt because lead singer Rodney Justo 
used to handle vocal chores for ARS.

Bootsy is back with his Rubber Band, traditional funk and 
funk permit in hand.

With four new original tunes all written in the traditional blues 
mold, as well as a few old favorites by legendary blues perfor- 
mers Willy Dixon and Sonny Boy Williamson, it's easy to un- 
derstand why Muddy chose to title his latest LP "I'm Ready." 
Winter's production is wisely economical, utilizing a five -piece 
backup band on most cuts and spotlighting the blues -harp vir- 
tuosity of Jerry Portnoy as well as his own excellent guitar play- 
ing. Still, it's Muddy's gutsy vocals that are always found up 
front. For AOR and R&B formats. 
LAWRENCE HILTON JACOBS - ABC AA -1045 - Producer: 
Lamont Dozier - List: 7.98 

Another Sweathog from ABC -TV's "Welcome Back Kotter?" 
No. Lawrence Hilton Jacobs' recording of some sincere music 
will no doubt put a dent in some of the tin ears. This debut LP 

acknowledges the untapped talents of Jacobs as a recording 
artist and contains a variety of material which he handles with 
ease.

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORIUM - 
Gabba Gabba Hey! Hey Ho Let's Go! Such 
are the slogans upon which rockin' nights 
are built. Those children of the '60s, The 
Ramones came to town, ready to romp. The 
management of the Civic had judiciously 
allowed the removal of the seats from the 
floor area, allowing the eager pogo -ers 
room to bounce. And the boys gave the de- 
voted what they came for. 

With Dee Dee and Johnny on bass and 
lead guitar laying down the characteristic 
heavy and fuzzy bottom, Joey wobbled at 
the knees and launched into kickers such 
as "Cretin Hop," which counts its way to the 
top on a chorus of "1-2-3-4 ... 4-5-6-7." 
The Ramones in the past year -and -a -half 
have been instrumental in the development 
of punk or "new wave" tastes on this side of 
the ocean. Their sound is hard, fuzzy; their 
stance defiant. 

The lyrics of their songs are primitive, as 
much a rejection of intellectualizing as a 

vehicle for meaning. Yet even the simplest 
lyric assumes power when delivered on the 
beat. 

Highlighted by "Do You Wanna Dance?" 
a late '50s classic, which is a cut on the 
Ramones' new "Rocket To Russia" album 
the boys worked up a sweat under their 
leather jackets. It is ironic how perfectly 
suited material from a decade ago is to the 
"new wave." It is a turning back to begin- 
nings and away from the sophistication of 
rock in the '70s. And the Ramones are 
leading the way. 

The Queens of Noise, The Runaways 
proved that girls can do it too. There was an 
interesting power when lead singer Joan 
Jett sang "I Wanna Be Where The Boys 
Are." Having made a successful run at the 
previously exclusive male bastion of rock, 
The Runaways enjoyed the adulation of the 
audience which pressed forward to the 
stage. Opening with "Wasted," a track from 
their newest album "Waitin' For The Night," 
The Runaways skillfully delivered their 
brand of pop punk. Sandy, the drummer, 
gave a convincing rendition of The Troggs' 
hit "Wild Thing." Lita thrashed at the guitar 
and tossed her "Jim Dandy" hair. "Waitin' 
For The Night" was introduced by Joan as a 
track which they had never performed live 
before and their labors brought great 
screams from the audience. 

An as yet unsigned L.A. group, The 
Quick, opened the night. Danny, the lead 
singer, sang and moved about the stage in 

a way reminiscent of a young Bowie. His 
rendition of "Over The Rainbow" was a

Donna Summer, that is, who displayed a 
captivating stage presence via an astute 
choice of material well -suited to her ver- 
satile talent. 

Opening with Barry Manilows' "Could 
This Be The Magic" and advancing through 
selections from the upcoming film "Thank 
God It's Friday," Summer delivered a 
sparkling performance commensurate with 
her stature as one of today's top selling 
female vocalists. Adorned with top hat, tails 
and cane, she proceeded with a showy "I 

Remember" followed by the bluesy "I've 
Got It Bad (And That Ain't Good)." 

Her artistic stature as an artist is matched 
by her professionalism as a performer, ex- 
emplified by her warm rapport with both the 
audience and her fellow musicians and 
singers. 

The sensual "I Love You" and "Love To 
Love You Baby" were the highlight of the 
show, but her renditions of more pop - 
oriented ballads such as "The Way We 
Were" and "A Song For You" were also per- 
formed effectively. Summer is an excellent 
entertainer whose fine vocal abilities ex- 
hibit an aspiring nature and will no doubt 
take her where she wants to go. 

Brooklyn Dreams' opening set, which 
consisted of material from their debut 
album, displayed the group's noteworthy 
musicianship, although a medium-sized 
club setting would possibly be more suited 
to the group at this point. But any rough 
edges at this, the band's first show, should 
be smoothed out with experience. Their 
promise was evidenced by the reaction of 
the audience, which was unfamiliar with the 
material, but nonetheless gave the group a 
warm reception.

enny Rankin 
Charles John 

Quarto 
McCABE'S, SANTA MONICA - Kenny 
Rankin has a style of his own and a wide- 
ranging repertoire of songs that he is able 
to make his own. 

Rankin is a stylist -a singer and guitarist 
capable of making even the most familiar 
song sound fresh again. His jazzy, Latin - 
influenced arrangements of popular songs, 
such as "Sunshine Of My Life" and "Penny 
Lane," are full of the improvisational 
melodic surprises that Rankin's 
remarkable tenor is capable of. 

Perhaps the only drawback to Rankin's 
stylistic stance is that when his accompani- 
ment is limited - as it was in this show, with 
just an acoustic bass backup - the songs 
begin to sound too much alike. Rankin was 
able to overcome this obstacle to some 
degree, however, by effectively alternating 
the tempo of his set. 

Rankin's treatment of George Harrison's 
"While My Guitar Gently Weeps" and his 
own "Oh So Peaceful Here" seemed to es- 
pecially please the capacity crowd at 
McCabe's intimate concert hall. And Jimi 
Hendrix's "I Just Want To Talk To You" 
seemed perfectly tailored to Rankin's style. 

Throughout his set, Rankin was ably 
assisted by bassist Peter Marshall, whose 
impassioned playing provided a fine 
backdrop to Rankin's Latin rhythms. 

Opening the show was Charles John 
Quarto, who is most easily labeled a poet 
But Quarto's performance on stage makes 
him more than just a poet - he is an enter- 
tainer as well. 

Quarto's stage show blended insightful 
poetry with an off-the-cuff brand of low-key 
humor which allowed the performer to 
maintain a tight rein on the audience's at- 
tention between recitals of his works. 

And while some show -goers might have 
been bewildered, at first, by the ap- 
pearance of a poet in a music venue, any 
question of relevancy was probably dis- 
pelled by Quarto's introduction as the 
lyricist of "Geronimo's Cadillac" and the 
mention that Jerry Jeff Walker's latest LP 
contains three poems performed by 
Quarto. Moreover, Quarto is a more than 
competent guitarist and a composer with a 
style all his own, although he only sang one 
of his songs, "Such A Blue Bohemian," dur- 
ing his set. 

Quarto's poetry is never overly in- 
trospective or intentionally abstruse, rather 

his art examines universal experiences and 
emotions often with a surprising ac- 
cessibilty and conciseness. And when ap- 
propriate, Quarto's work never strays far 
from a smile. Jeff crossan 

G rover 
Washington 

SANTA MONICA CIVIC - Grover Wash- 
ington is currently riding a crest of pop- 
ularity that has swept his latest album, "Live 
At The Bijou," to the top of the Cash Box 
Jazz LP chart and made tickets to his live 
performances sell like hotcakes. Washing- 
ton's recent appearance at the Civic 
showed why this Philadelphia -based sax 
player is so hot. 

Washington and his outstanding back- 
up band, Locksmith, are quite simply some 
of the finest jazz musicians around today. 
They don't use gimmicks, the lighting rarely 
changed and there was a minimum of 
physical movement on stage. The move- 
ment was in the music, as the players alter- 
nately staked out wide territories of sound 
and explored them, leading the audience 
along until the sheer intensity of the ex- 
perience forced them to burst into ap- 
plause. 

Most of the selections were off the "Bi- 
jou" album, which also featured Lock- 
smith. Washington knows how good these 
musicians are, and he gave them ample op- 
portunity to step out into the spotlight. 
Tyrone Brown on bass, Richard Lee on 
electric guitar, and Dr. Gibbs on a wide 
variety of percussion instruments played 
particularly exciting solos, although James 
Simmons on piano, Pete Vincent on drums 
and John Blake on electric violin and syn- 
thesizer were also excellent. Blake and 
Washington brought the house down with a 

violin and soprano sax duet on "Sun- 
flower." 

The audience was relatively subdued, 
with the exception of the solo highlights. 
They were satisfied to sit quietly, swaying to 
the music, oohing and ahhing as Washing- 
ton and Locksmith played their lyrical, 
carefully paced selections. It was only after 
Washington walked off stage during the 
final song that they let loose and showed 
their appreciation. Washington, in turn, 
showed his appreciation by coming out and 
blowing "Funkfoot," a soaring jazz -funk 
number, dedicated to Los Angeles Laker 
Kareem Abdul-Jabbar.

Sammy Fain 

92nd STREET Y, NYC - The greatest old 
songs are so pervasive that they are deeply 
rooted in the memories of people who 
weren't even born when they were written. 
The writers, however, are never as familiar 
as their work. That's why it was such a 
pleasure to see Sammy Fain participate in 
this organization's "Lyrics and Lyricists" 
series. Many classic songs were vividly 
linked to one of the personalities behind 
them, and the personality turned out to be a 
delightful entertainer in his own right. 

Sammy Fain is not a lyricist, but a com- 
poser who has worked with many of the 
most respected lyric writers. The presenta- 
tion was a musically illustrated interview 
conducted by the program's musical direc- 
tor, Maurice Levine, and it was arranged in 
chronological order. Sammy began, 
therefore, by playing and giving the 
histories of his earliest works, including his 
own lyrics, and some of the crazy little 
novelty songs he wrote for vaudeville. Each 

time Levine asked the pertinent question, 
"Was that song a hit?" Sammy would cock 
his head slightly, pause for the precise ins- 
tant of time, and respond emphatically, "Oh 
no!" 

The hits began rolling in early in the 
program, beginning an unveiling of songs 
that many people know, though they might 
not associate them with Sammy Fain. "Let A 
Smile Be Your Umbrella" was written with 
lyricist Irving Kahal, who was very sick in a 
New York hospital at the time. Other songs 
written with Kahal included "By A Water- 
fall," which was sung by Dick Powell in the 
Busby Berkley film of the same titile, and''If 
I Give Up The Saxophone," which was 
picked up by Eddie Cantor. Sammy ren- 
dered one verse, and the song was picked 
up by a recording of Cantor's version. At 
this point Sammy got up from the piano, 
took center stage and lip-synched the tune, 
complete with Cantor's banjo eyes and 
waving palms. Some of the evening's other 
theatrical moments saw Sammy harmoniz- 
ing through romantic ballads with Marlene 
Verplanck. 

The program progressed through 
numerous familiar songs, each delivered 
by Sammy at the piano in his best Tin Pan 
Alley twang. The bigger hits included "You 
Brought A New Kind Of Love To Me" (made 
famous by Maurice Chevalier and the Marx 
Brothers), "Wedding Bells Are Breaking Up 
That Old Gang Of Mine," "Dear Hearts And 
Gentle People," and "When I Take My 
Sugar To Tea." 

The evening came to a dramatic close as 
Sammy, accompanied by pianist Ed 
Johnson, took the spotlight to perform his 
most emotional and memorable pieces, 
"That Old Feeling," "Love Is A Many Splen- 
dored Thing" and the poignant "I'll Be See- 
ing You."

The highlight of the show was Milsap's 
tribute to his roots. He sang renditions of 
Presley's "Love Me," the Platters' "Great 
Pretender" and "Smoke Gets In Your 
Eyes," "Blueberry Hill" by Fats Domino and 
Jerry Lee Lewis songs. His versions of the 
material were fantastic impersonations of 
the originals. 

Another notable part of the performance 
was "What A Difference You've Made," a 

recent number one country single on the 
Cash Box chart. 

Effective and subtle utilization of the 
orchestra enhanced the musical presenta- 
tion of the material while Milsap the vocalist 
consistently took chances and succeeded. 

For an encore, he sang "Honky Tonk 
Woman" in an upbeat, country -tinged ver- 
sion that pleased the showroom crowd.

In Gusto Records Re -Issues

NASHVILLE - Gusto Records here houses 
an organization which jets far beyond its 
current active roster of such artists as Red 
Sovine and David Houston. Gusto owns 
Starday-King and the subsidiary labels of 
Federal, Deluxe, Hollywood and Power - 
Pak -a catalog which includes over 50,000 
masters dating back to 1943. 

A sample of these masters are classic 
gold records by The Platters on the Federal 
label ("Only You"), The Ink Spots' "Ebb 
Tide" on King, Bill Doggett's "Honky Tonk" 
on King, Little Willie John's "Let's Go, Let's 
Go, Let's Go" on King, Billy Ward And The 
Dominoes' "Sixty Minute Man" on Federal, 
Freddy King's "Hideaway" on Federal, Red 
Sovine's "Phantom 309" and "Giddy Up 
Go" on Starday, and Sovine's "Teddy Bear" 
on Gusto. Stored in the Gusto backrooms 
are rack upon rack of masters by represen- 
tative artists of every field of music. Gusto 
also leases masters for sale and distribu- 
tion. For example, Gusto leases a large per- 
centage of the old Sun catalog, including all 
of the Johnny Cash, Jerry Lee Lewis, 
Charlie Rich and Carl Perkins masters. 

But these old masters are not gathering 
dust. They are not locked up and forgotten. 
Gusto maintains a constant process of 
packaging and re -packaging, and releas- 
ing and re-releasing this product through a 

NSA To Benefit 
From 'Rose Roast'

NASHVILLE - Wesley Rose, whose in- 
fluence and dedication in the last 35 years 
as head of Acuff -Rose Publishing has been 
a dominant force in the enormous growth of 
Nashville's country music industry, will be 
honored March 12 with a 'Rose Roast' in the 
ballroom of the Opryland Hotel here. Invita- 
tions have seen sent to nearly 2,000 
dignitaries, celebrities and friends from the 
United States and Europe with proceeds 
going to the Nashville Songwriter's 
Association (NSA). 

Rose had previously been approached 
concerning the possibility of a dinner in his 
honor, but he had declined because he felt 
such an affair should be associated with an 
organization in the music business. Ac- 
cording to Acuff -Rose publicist Bob Jen- 
nings, Rose was receptive to the idea when 
he learned the NSA might benefit from it. 

"Since I have been working here' I've 
been aware that some people like Chet 
Atkins, Jack Stapp and Owen Bradley have 
been honored," Jennings said. "And I 

thought, 'Here's Wesley, a top publisher 
and a man who has graced the business 
with respect and dignity' - he should be 
honored in some way. Mel Foree (30 -year 
promotion man for Acuff -Rose) came in 
one morning and also suggested 
something should be done for Wesley. We 
talked to him about it, and he said he 
wouldn't mind one being done if some

persistent system of mail order business 
and record -rack sales. According to 
Tommy Hills, vice-president of Gusto and 
also its head producer, selling these old 
masters comprises 80 per cent of Gusto's 
business. 

"Our biggest operation is our album and 
tape concept," said Hill, who formed Gusto 
here in 1973 and sold out to St. Louis 
nightclub and record -store owner Moe Ly- 
tle in 1975. "This consists of packaging all 
of the old masters. The company does 
nationwide promotion by telephone and 
letter to distributiors, rack jobbers and 
record stores continually. We send our mail 
order catalog to anyone who has anything 
at all to do with selling records. There have 
been so many people who have come to 
Nashville in the last 20 years that have gone 
bankrupt because they really don't know 
anything about the record busines. 

"We haven't had a lot of parties and 
things like that out here," added Hill, who 
started his career as a Decca recording art- 
ist on the Louisiana Hayride in 1952. "We 
have just sat back and worked hard. We 
haven't tried to over -publicize what we 
wanted to do. Actually, it is a surprise to me 
that we have done as well with the mail or- 
ders as we have. Lytle recognized the 
potential of all these old masters when he 
bought Starday-King in 1975. He has a 

great knowledge of the record -store 
business and he used that knowledge to 
merchandise these records." 

The background and history of the for- 
mation and eventual merger of Starday, 
King and Gusto Records weave an in- 
teresting story. In Houston, Tex. back in 

1952, Jack Starnes and Pappy Dailey for- 
med Starday - a name comprised of the 
first syllable of each of their last names. In 

1953, Don Pierce had replaced Starnes and 
George Jones joined the Starday roster. By 
1955, Starday had moved to Nashville and 
became the country label for Mercury 
Records for two years. During that time 
Pierce became the sole owner of Starday.

Accident Produces 
Rogers/West Duet 
NASHVILLE - The new duet single by Unit- 
ed Artists' Kenny Roger And Dottie West 
came about accidently, according to 
producer Larry Butler. "Everytime Two 
Fools Collide," which debuted this week at 
number 62 bullet on the Cash Box country 
Singles' chart, was the result of a visit by 
Rogers to a studio where West was working 
on an album. 

"It was a pure accident," said Butler, who 
confirmed along with United Artists officials 
that over 240,000 copies of the single had 
already been ordered by distributors and 
retailers across the country. "Kenny was 
really not involved at all. He was visiting the 
studio where Dottie was recording, and 
Dottie mentioned that one of her lifetime 
ambitions was to record a duet with Kenny. 
We were listening to a playback of 
'Everytime Two Fools Collide' and Kenny 
asked her if he could sing on that cut. It was 
a very spontaneous thing. They walked out 
in the studio and re -cut the vocal. The in- 
stant they started singing I knew they had 
hooked it. 

Duet Album 
"We cut some more songs and they will 

have a duet album coming out shortly," 
Butler added. "I had thought about 
recording a duet with Kenny and Dottie 
before, but it had just never happened." 

"Everytime Two Fools Collide" was writ- 
ten in 1975 by Jeff Tweel and Jan Dyer and 
published by United Artists Music Co., Inc. 
and Window Music Publ. Co., Inc. The song

"In the early '50s Wesley was trying to ex- 
pand the publishing company into the pop 
field, and he was working with Mitch Miller 
(at that time head of A&R for Columbia in 
New York) who was recording a lot of Hank 
Williams' songs with pop artists," Jennings 
said. "They were having a lot of pop hits 
with Hank's songs, and once Wesley 
remarked to his Daddy that 'Mitch and I can 
cut a hit on anything.' One day Fred brought 
in a song he had signed called 'Too Old To 
Cut The Mustard,' which he thought was the 
worst song he had ever heard. He told 
Wesley he would bet him $50 that it 
wouldn't be a hit. Wesley told Mitch he 
would split the money if the song hit. Sure 
enough, the song went to No. 3 on the pop 
charts by a lady named Marlene Dietrich." 

Rose is one of the founding board mem- 
bers of the Country Music Association 
(CMA). He has served as president of the 
CMA board three times and as president of 
the CMA once. Rose was also the first 
southern publisher to be elected to the 
board of ASCAP. He is also a former 
national president of NARAS.

Phonogram/Mercury Label 
Expands Roster of R&B Acts 

by Carita Spencer 
LOS ANGELES - In the past, The Ohio 
Players have probably been the best- 
known and most successful group of the 
R&B roster of Phonogram/Mercury 
Records. Now, however, the area of R&B 
music is expanding remarkably at the label, 
according to Bill Haywood, vice president 
of R&B product, who says that recent addi- 
tions to the R&B roster are exhibiting 
remarkable potential. 

Haywood cited Con Funk Shun as a case 
in point who, after being primarily a studio 
group, released a single prior to signing 
with Mercury and recording their first self - 
titled LP for the label, which "gave good in- 
dication of what the group could do. 

"The album exploded heavily in 
Philadelphia, Memphis and in the south," 
says Haywood, "and even though there was 
no chart recognition, the sales were very 
good." 

"Secrets," the group's second album, as 
well as the single, are receiving both pop 
and R&B chart recognition. After 24 weeks 
on the charts they are presently number 57 
and number 8, respectively. The single, 
"Ffun," is currently number 19 -bullet on the 
Cash Box pop charts and is number 9 on 
the R&B chart after 17 weeks. 

The Bar -Kays' latest material also seems 
to be doing well. The album "Flying High" 
has the number nine spot while the single, 
"Let's Have Some Fun," is number 19 
bullet. Both groups display outstanding 
talents as entertainers, Haywood says, 
adding that live performances were the 
deciding factor in signing the groups. They 
are scheduled to appear in concert at the 
Los Angeles Forum, Feb. 18. 

Other Artists 
Among the other artists on the Mercury 

R&B roster are some new as well as es- 
tablished artists, with a number of them 
based in Atlanta and Memphis. 

Many of the label's new artists have come 
from the south "which seems to be a source 
of talent for us," said Haywood. William Bell 
and Hamilton Bohannon are both Atlanta - 
based and have recent releases on the 

label. Bohannon is of particular interest, ac- 
cording to Haywood, because of his "ability 
to write, play and produce progressive, jazz 
and pop as well as disco and R&B music. 
His album, 'On My Way,' will certainly 
broaden his appeal and identity," Haywood 
said. 

Veteran singer Eddie Floyd was recently 
signed to Mercury along with David Oliver, 
whose latest release is "Jamerican Man." 
Also signed were The Newcomers, a male 
vocal group produced by the Bar -Kays, and 
Heaven On Earth, a male vocal group from 
Chicago. 

Other artists have come to 
Phonogram/Mercury through the acquisi- 
tion of De -Lite Records for distribution. 
Kool And The Gang, Crown Heights Affair, 
the Kay -Gees and Made In USA all have

current product and through the arrange- 
ment, Mercury is responsbile for promo- 
tions and sales in addition to distribution. 

"We have a very diversified artist roster," 
explained Haywood, "and we are not partial 
to self contained vocal groups because of 
the success of the Plàyers. I am looking for 
hit material and artists regardless of what 
form they are in. If it is promotable and 
saleable I would like to have a shot at it." 

Another new artist, Roy C, is an example 
of what Haywood terms a "regional artist" 
which is "an artist that does well in one part 
of the country and has little activity outside 
of that territory." He contends that with a 
promotion staff of four full-time regional 
promotion managers and with a sup- 
plementary resident regional staff they can 
fully activate artists of this stature. 

Cecil Hale, national director of album 
promotion and national director of 
publicity, is responsible for maintaining 
communications with stations, as well as 
expanding the publicity approach to black 
product and developing ideas for promo- 
tion and marketing concepts. Hale will be 
making a trip to England shortly to ex- 
change ideas with the Phonogram promo- 
tion and publicity staffs. Hale said he will 
also visit every radio station possible, in ad- 
dition to investigating at the retail level with 
the main objective of "maximizing sales for 

our black product. 
"! have very personal feelings about 

representation of black product," ex- 
plained Hale. "I think that someone who has 
sat with R&B product from front to back and 
who understands the entire concept of the 
product is best qualified and equipped to 
exchange that information on a firsthand 
basis with anyone who wants it." 

Hale has been involved in broadcasting 
all of his life and is presently working on his 
doctorate degree in communications. He 
admits that he has a selfish purpose in this 
trip but feels that it will be significant in that 
it will afford radio people in England an op- 
portunity to meet someone who represents 
black product from the United States. 

'Worldwide' 
"This will also be good for inter -company 

relationships," he said, "in that it 
demonstrates that we aren't operating as 
an island, that we really are a part of a 
worldwide musical complex." 

In conclusion, Haywood pointed out that 
Mercury anticipates signing at least two or 
three major acts during the coming year, 
acts who have already made their mark on 
the industry of the caliber of the Stylistics, 
who recently signed with the label. 

"This doesn't mean that we will close our 
doors to new artists," he said. "Our artist 
roster will continue to grow and we will 
always keep our doors open to new talent."

not transmitted but mailed to the stations 
on tape to preserve sound quality, there is a 
two week time limit for possession of the 
tapes because of talent releases." 

NPR began broadcasting the special one 
hour segments on Feb. 2, with "Options," 
which featured actor/writer Frank Bullard 
reading a selection of short stories by 
prominent black writers. "Voices In The 
Wind," NPR's magazine of the arts, 
followed with two one -hour programs on 
Feb. 5 and 12 and featured interviews and 
commentaries by jazz pianist and host of 
NPR's "Jazz Alive," Billy Taylor along with 
actor James Earl Jones in the first part. The 
second half included soprano Clamma 
Dale, actors Ossie Davis and Gilbert Price 
and choreographer Melvin Deal. 

Documentary 

On Feb. 17, a documentary produced by 
NPR's Department of Specialized Audience 
Programs will focus on America's unem- 
ployment problem with an emphasis on the 
black teenage unemployment issue. Com- 
ments by economist Thomas Sowell, Elkton 
Jolley, head of the Opportunities Industrial 
Center program, and a number of black 
mayors around the nation will highlight this 
segment. "Folk Festival USA" on Feb. 26 
will feature a two hour musical review of 
The John Henry Folk Festival held at Camp 
Virgil Tate near Charleston, West Virginia in 
celebration of the culture and heritage of 
minority groups from the Appalachian 
region. 

"Jazz Alive," NPR's tribute to America's 
current jazz scene (a regular program) will 
throughout the month of February present 
a blend of concert sets with interviews by 
prominent black jazz personalities on a 
weekly two hourbasis. Some of thefeatured 
guests include Cecil Taylor, pianist/com- 
poser; The Heath Brothers, bassist Fred 
Hopkins and drummer Paul Maddox. In ad- 
dition, on Jan. 29, the Specialized Audience 
Module Service, produced by the Depart- 
ment of Specialized Audience Programs, 
will provide NPR member stations with a 

series of short programs to be incorporated 
within their locally produced programs. 
Featured on the modules will be storyteller 
Brother Blue who will inform listeners of all 
ages about blacks in American history. 
Highlights include the adventures of 
Sojourner Truth, Nat Turner, Harriet Tub- 
man, Phyllis Wheatley, W.E.B. DuBois and 
Frederick Douglass. 

All interviews will be broadcast live from 

the network and fed down NPR's AT&T line 
at specified times. Local NPR members 
should be contacted for a schedule of their 
broadcast times or schedules should be 
listed in the radio highlights section of local 
newspapers. 

L.A. Stations 
A number of Los Angeles area commer- 

cial radio stations are also scheduling 
special programming in observance of 
Black History Month. KACE is dedicating 
eight one hour segments of "Speak Out," 
their public affairs program, to significant 
issues. Some highlights include interviews 
with Dr. James Mays, medical director at 
United High Blood Pressure Foundation; 
John Mack, executive director of the Los 
Angeles Urban League; Henry Dodson, 
president of the Los Angeles NAACP, and 
Dr. David Satcher, Dean of Drew Post 
Graduate School of Medicine. Topics of 
discussion will be high blood pressure as it 
relates to blacks; the civil rights movement: 
past and present; blacks in films; the role of 
blacks in the history of Los Angeles and 
medicine in the black community. 

City Activities 
KKTT, in addition to providing informa- 

tion on city-wide activities celebrating 
Black History Month, will also be involved in 
several of these functions. Carol Carper, 
public relations director, Don Mac, 
program director, along with air per- 
sonalities will be on hand for the all day 
festival at Loyola Marymount College on 
Feb. 18. The station's music machine will be 
providing music for the event. Additionally, 
the station's public affairs programs (Com- 
munity Awareness, Pat's Points and 
Church Today) will feature interviews with 
people involved in coordinating city-wide 
activities related to the celebration. A 
special public affairs program is also being 
coordinated by Carper and news director 
Ron Dungee. Carper will also be one of 
several black professionals who will be 
speaking with students at Inglewood High 
School on February 15. 

The celebration of black history has been 
a tradition among blacks since 1926 when 
historian Carter G. Woodson started Negro 
History Week to include the birthdays of 
Abraham Lincoln and Frederick Douglass, 
Feb. 12 and 14, respectively, and was later 
changed to Black History Week. In recent 
years the celebration has been extended to 
a month's observance. In February 1976, 
Black History Month was celebrated by of- 
ficial proclamation in 40 states.

CRI last year establsihed the Crystal Globe 
Award for CBS artists whose albums have 
sold in excess of five million copies outside 
America. Santana, Ray Conniff, Johnny 
Mathis, Andy Williams, Simon And Gar- 
funkel, Bob Dylan, and Johnny Cash were 
recipients of Crystal Globes last year. 

Neil Diamond's "Love At The Greek" 
album was boosted by a European tour and 
airing of his TV special in Canada, Mexico, 
the U.K., and other countries. Boz Scaggs, 
Barbra Streisand, Chicago, the Manhat- 
tans, and Janis Ian were other established 
artists who had greater success in inter- 
national markets in 1977. 

Ted Nugent, Deniece Williams, Wild 
Cherry, and Kansas made their first major 
international breakthroughs during the 
year. 

Foreign Artists 
Foreign artists from CBS Records Inter- 

national's 42 companies also provided a 

ready source of talent. Vicky Leandros, who 
joined CRI last year, enjoyed tremendous 
European success with her debut LP; Tina 
Charles of Great Britain topped the charts 
in her native land, as well as in Canada and 

Scandinavia, with a hit single, "Dr. Love." 
Other top CRI artists in 1977 were Roberto 
Carlos of Brazil, Rafaella Carra of Italy, and 
Harmonium of Canada. The biggest suc- 
cesses by overseas CBS acts in the U.S. 
market were achieved by Heatwave 
(Britain), Lake (Germany) and Crawler 
(Britain). 

CRI also made important marketing and 
manufacturing changes last year. The com- 
pany increased its overall marketing force, 
established a fully -owned Italian sub- 
sidiary, and tape duplicating facility in Iran. 
The Latin headquarters was relocated to 
Coral Gables, Florida, and an artist 
development center for all of Europe was 
opened in Paris. CRI operational facilities in 
the U.K. were also expanded. 

Finally, CRI made three key acquisitions 
last year. The company acquired GTO 
Records, which brought it Heatwave, as 
well as U.K. licensing of Donna Summer 
and the Dooleys. A licensing pact was 
reached with A&M Records throughout 
continental Europe, where that label's 
Supertramp scored a big success. And CRI 
signed TK Records for worldwide distribu- 
tion outside the U.S. and Puerto Rico.

dent Howard Hill. "There is not a level of gas 
in the environment around the plant which 
is hazardous to anybody's health. What 
happened is the California Air Resources 
Board called a public hearing to 
promulgate a new standard for vinyl 
chloride in the air. The initial news releases 
were very inflamatory and way out of con- 
text. The school was scheduled to close 
next year anyway, it's sold already and to a 

certain extent it is an advantage for the peo- 
ple who want the premises. 

Hill is particularly upset at the repeated 
use of the term "cancer -causing gas" in 

reports on the school closing. 
"It is just not factual to call a potential car- 

cinogen a 'cancer -causing gas.' It's bad ter- 
minology and way out of perspective. 
We've spent a lot of money to comply with 
government regulations." In fact, the com- 
pany was recently awarded a $3.3 million

the stores were operating with skeleton 
staffs and had minimal business on Wed- 
nesday, February 8. However, Goody said, 
the effects of the recent storm were 
"economically less harmful" than those of 
the storm which devastated the northeast in 

late January. 
Labels Close Down 

Virtually all areas of the record industry 
were slowed or shut by the storm. Most 
record companies headquartered in mid- 
town Manhattan did not open on Tuesday, 
nor did most of the major one -stops, dis- 
tributors, and recording studios. 

On Long Island, New York, Ivy Hill 
Packaging, one of the nation's largest 

state loan for its cleanup effort. 
State ARB chairman Tom Quinn says 

"Health experts agree that vinyl chloride, 
causes cancer and that children are 
probably particularly affected. Vinyl 
chloride has been shown to cause birth 
defects and even genetic mutations." 

The Keysor-Century plant, owned by the 
family of San Fernando Democratic 
Assemblyman James Keysor, uses a 

chemical process known as polymerization 
to extract raw vinyl from the vinyl chloride. 
Coloring agents and stabilizers are added 
and then the vinyl is melted down into a 

pellet form that is sold to record manufac- 
turers. 

"We are still supplying our customers' 
requirements and I don't think business has 
been affected by the publicity," says Hill. 
"We're going to continue to manufacture 
and we are busy repairing community 
relations." 

Disc Business 
record packagers, was limited to minimal 
production for three days. "Some people 
had to sleep in the plant for two days," said 
Herb Friedman, vice president for Ivy Hill. 
"We still have an adequate inventory, but 
we'll probably see the chain reaction effect 
in another week and a half.

an incredible performer. But we never 
really heard a live broadcast of one of his 
concerts which we thought did him justice," 
Fein said. "So we decided to record con- 
certs and try to capture the essence of the 
live show." 

Since they began, Sound Advice has 

done shows from Philadelphia's Main Point 
Spectrum and Academy of Music, as well 
as Central Park in New York, Veteran's and 
JFK stadiums for rock concerts and a 

variety of non -rock and non-musical 
events, such as a recent international 
television broadcast with the President and 
the Pope. 

Sound Advice becomes involved with 
record companies when one of those com- 
panies wants the additional exposure for 
one of its acts a syndicated live show 
brings. 

"We can offer a package of services to 
record companies," Fein said. "Over the 
past three years of the company, we have 
collected a stockpile of tapes of 80% to 90% 
of today's major artists." 

Beyond the currently existing catalog of 
tapes, Fein said once a record company 
contacts Sound Advice to record any par- 
ticular artist, "they can sit back and relax. 
We do everything, from setting things up 
with the club or concert hall, to getting mi- 
crowave service from AT&T. We take over 
the entire proposition. This frees their 
promotional people to do other things." 

Fein said some companies want live 
shows recorded not only for exposure to 
consumers, but to retail accounts and buy- 
ers who may have only limited knowledge 
of an act. By hearing an artist live, he said, 
they can give buyers a better idea of how 
their records will sell, particularly if the act 
is coming to their area soon. 

"We did the network broadcast of Boz 
Scaggs' concert just minutes before the 
'Silk Degrees' album erupted. We think that 
broadcast was a factor in breaking the

album," Fein said. 
Much of their business since starting has 

been with rock and pop concerts, but Fein 
said he thinks of Sound Advice as "media 
recorders.

"We will still be recording concerts now 
that we have an office on the west coast, but 
we want to get more involved with motion 
pictures, television and other projects." 

Although Sound Advice, or "Impossible 
Audio," has not accepted every offer it has 
received, Fein said, "We have never turned 
down a job for technical reasons. And we 
have never done a job with which we were 
not satisfied at the end."

Personality Profile: 

Stern's Toni Leski Gets The 
Job Done With Little Fanfare

CHICAGO - Some people work without a 

trumpet fanfare or crashing cymbals. They 
simply do their jobs, quietly, thoroughly 
and effectively. Stern Electronics, Inc., the 
Chicago -based pinball manufacturer, has 
one of these people in Toni Leski, 
marketing coordinator. 

As marketing coordinator, Toni does it 
all. She writes sales orders, schedules 
game shipments, handles advertising, 
monitors the inventory and is Sam Stern's 
executive secretary. In addition, she 
processes all international paper work, in- 
cluding the banking, listens with a willing 
ear to customer complaints, relieves at the 
switchboard, operates the telex and gets 
out the mail. 

Toni entered the coin machine industry 
in 1973 when she was 17. She had 
graduated from Trinity High School in River 
Forest, Ill. and was seeking her first job 
before starting college. Chicago Coin was 
it. She answered a newspaper ad and 
became a secretary in the firm's production 
office. 

'Sore Feet' 
Transferred to the switchboard in 1974, 

she slowly gravitated to sales. Taking 
phone messages soon led to taking equip- 
ment orders. She became acquainted with 
the distributor customers and discovered 
she could fill their requests as easily and ef- 
ficiently as the sales department. In 1975,

Toni worked her first MOA and the coinbiz 
bug really bit her. Aside from the sore feet 
and the unceasing bing bang of the games, 
she was most impressed with the people.

When Chicago Coin's export manager 
moved to Arizona in 1976, she recom- 
mended Toni for the position and, af- 
terward, when Stern Electronics bought the 
defunct Chicago Coin, Toni remained as 
marketing coordinator. She was one of "the 
dirty dozen" as she puts it; one of the 12 
Chicago Coin employees who was kept by 
Stern Electronics as part of the new com-

"Out lane specials are two of three ways 
to score special," Calamari added, "the 
third way being by knocking down all four 
targets in either of two banks of drop 
targets for the fourth time and each addi- 
tional time during the play of each ball, or 
the fifth time and each additional time. 

"Drop targets are also keys to high 
scores, extra balls, bonus advance and, 
most important, multiplied bonus scores.

Beach. Last year's event, which was attended by 150 people, caused quite a sensation, Don 
said, and he feels it will be even better this year. In addition to business meetings and new 
product presentations, there will be golf, tennis and backgammon tournaments and a bar - 
beque hosted by Atari founder and chairman Nolan Bushnell at his estate. 

SEGA MARKETING MANAGER Jack Gordon notes that the firm's "Hell -Shooter" game 
"should do well around the world." His assessment was based on the game's favorable 
reception at ATE. On the home front, Jack said shipments are going out daily and he ex- 
pects the game to do well in various locations, such as bowling alleys, as well as arcades. 

AMOA Exec Granger Scouting New 
Locations In Chicago for '78 Expo 
CHICAGO - AMOA's executive vice presi- 
dent Fred Granger, at the direction of the 
AMOA leadership, has been investigating 
the possibilities of a new location in 
Chicago for the association's rapidly grow- 
ing annual Exposition and trade show. 

Among the sites surveyed thus far are 
the new Holiday Inn Mart Plaza Expocenter, 
which is located next to Chicago's famed 
Merchandise Mart; and the new Marriott 
Hotel currently under construction and 
nearing completion on North Michigan 
Avenue. Neither facility, however, has suf- 
ficient accommodations to house the con- 
siderably expanded AMOA Exposition, ac- 
cording to Granger. 

Combine Facilities 
He noted, though, that the two could be 

used in combination. "It would be possi- 
ble," Granger said, "to put all exhibits in 
one hall of the Holiday Inn Mart Plaza, 
which has a limited number of sleeping 
rooms and could not accommodate the 
AMOA banquet. The Marriott, on the other 
hand, has a large ballroom for the banquet, 
and over 1200 sleeping rooms but does not 
have an exhibit hall." 

Following the 1977 Exposition, there was 
considerable criticism of the Conrad Hilton 
Hotel and suggestions were made by many 
Expo participants that the association 

should seriously consider moving the con- 
vention into another Chicago facility. 

Another location in Chicago currently 
being investigated is the Hyatt Regency 
Hotel, which will not have its exhibit hall 
completed until 1980.

Wash,' and now a lot of labels are coming 
out with soundtracks." 

Pacing MCA soundtracks in 1978 will be 
"FM" and "The Wiz," both of which will be 
released between March and June. 

While the role of the A&R executive in re- 
cent years has expanded in proportion to 
the overall complexity and sophistication of 
the recording industry, Rosencrantz' main 
concern is bringing talent to the label. 
"We're always looking for stars," he said, 
"but finding that new act is what keeps me 
doing." 

Free Agents 
Rosencrantz likened the signing of an es- 

tablished act whose contract is up at 
another label to the free agent negotiations 
that are commonplace these days in 
professional sports. 

"When a big act's contract runs out, 
they're in the driver's seat," he explained. 
"It's not that dissimilar to the Reggie 
Jackson and Catfish Hunter deals." 

According to Rosencrantz, economic 
considerations are a major factor in the 
decision whether to sign an artist with clout 
who's leaving another label. 

"There's a limit to how far you can go," he 
said, "and that's where business affairs 
comes in. In other words, you have to talk 
over worldwide percentage points to see 
whether it's a good deal or not. Once that's 
taken care of, you sign the act, especially if 
they are on the upswing. 

"On certain kinds of deals (label) presi- 
dents and even corporate presidents have 
to okay a dollar figure. Sombody's check- 
ing it out. At all times on a major artist 
switching labels, the head of A&R definitely 
is not an island." 

When it comes to signing an unknown 
artist, Rosencrantz said he relies more on 
his own "gut" feeling in deciding the artistic 
and economic viability of the deal. "It's a 
matter of my seeing the act on stage, liking 
the songs, judging the crowd reaction and 
thinking there's some magic there," he ex- 
plained. 

Marketing Plan 
Hand -in -hand with the decision to sign 

an act is the development of a comprehen- 
sive promotion and marketing plan, ac- 
cording to Rosencrantz. 

"If you're putting up the advance and the 
production (fees) and the percentage and 
the tour support," he said, "it pretty much 
goes without saying any record company 
worth its salt is going to have a merchandis- 
ing, promotion, publicity campaign behind

that act. You'd better have one or that 
record doesn't have a chance. 

"Those days of signing acts and throwing 
them out are over. The rule today is hard 
work - first album, second album, etc. The 
job Elektra did with Queen is a good exam- 
ple." 

According to Rosencrantz, today most 
signings are initiated by contacts with 
managers, agents, lawyers, artists and 
friends of artists. 

"You sign most acts from contacts with 
someone," he said. "Since I've been here, 
for example, War came from a contact with 
Far Out (the group's production company), 
and the Midsong deal was the result of a 
contact with Bob Reno." 

In order to avoid costly misun- 
derstandings in complex contract negotia- 
tions that involve everything from advertis- 
ing allowances to soundtrack performance 
clauses, Rosencrantz makes it a practice 
not to turn the deal over to business affairs 
until all the major points have been agreed 
upon. 

"The legal department doesn't get ahold 
of the deal until everything has been set - 
points, money, tour support, advances and 
so on," he said. "The lawyers work out the 
fine details, but the basics have all been 
agreed on between me and whomever I'm 
making the deal with - whether it's an 
agent, manager, lawyer or, in a very few 
cases today, the act itself." 

Key Liaison 
Along with making the initial contact, 

working out the contractual agreements 
and overseeing the production of the 
album, the A&R executive is the key liaison 
between the artist and the rest of the label. 
As such, it is his responsibility to get the en- 
tire company enthusiastically behind the 
product, Rosencrantz said. 

"I pick the singles in conjunction with the 
marketing and promotion departments as 
much as possible," he explained. "You 

, never want to turn them off because they 
are the ones who have to relay the message 
to the trades, to radio, to the racks and to 
the retail stores. Let's face it, sometimes 
your own company is the hardest to sell." 

In addition to Rosencrantz, MCA's A&R 
department currently consists of George 
Lee in New York, Chic Doherty in Nashville 
and Roy Featherstone in England. In line 
with the roster realignment and deals he's 
made in the five months since coming to 
MCA, Rosencrantz said he intends to hire 
additional staff personnel in the near future. 

Auditioning talent all over the world, 
listening to tapes, conducting negotiations, 
monitoring response from the field, coor- 
dinating programs with various department 
heads - these are but a few of the myriad 
duties that accrue to the head of A&R. 

How, then, does one manage to keep 
abreast of the latest musical trends? 

Said Rosencrantz, "We in A&R have to 
maintain the fine line between the executive 
shuffle, the record company business and 
keeping attuned to the street. You have to 
have places you can go, people you can 
count on to give you information to keep on 
top of what's going on in the street. If you 
think you can do it all yourself you are 
dreaming."

BBM Issues Radio Station Ratings 
For The Competitive Toronto Market 
TORONTO - With three new radio stations 
in Toronto since the summer, the eagerly - 
anticipated ratings by the BBM (the Cana- 
dian equivalent to Neilsen ratings) brought 
good news for only one of three new en- 
tries. 

CILQ-FM, known by listeners as 0107, 
showed excellent gains over its first months 
of operation, securing roughly half of the 
audience listening to the established AOR 
station in town, CHUM -FM. Q107 was tuned 
in at least once a week by 262,000 people, 
who listened for an accumulative 1,230,000 
hours. The station also drew half as many 
listeners as MOR stations CKFM and CHFI- 
FM. 

A spokesman for 0107 says the station 
was elated with the ratings, adding that"our 
alternative seems to be becoming quickly 
the station to listen to." Fewer advertising 
minutes per hour, and a distinct playlist 
were cited as the main reasons for the sta- 
tion's substantial gains. 

CFNY-FM was particularly disappointed 
in the ratings, which ranked it behind the 
city's French -language station, CJBC. But, 
the boost in power for the station did not 
guarantee it listenership from across 
Toronto. The band frequency is now jam- 
med with three competing Toronto and 
American FM stations. "That may be part of 
the problem," admitted the spokesman for

VANCOUVER, BRITISH COLUMBIA - Two 
recent benefit performances by Heart have 
raised funds for the city's Children's 
Hospital.

The signal for CFNY-FM ema- 
nates from Brampton, to the northeast of 
Toronto. 

The rest of the ratings provided few sur- 
prises. CFRB and CHUM -AM, the two most 
prominent stations in town, both increased 
their audience over last spring's ratings. 
CFRB has 1,605,000 listeners a week. 
CHUM had 1,577,500 tuning in. 

The all -news station, CKO-FM, drew only 
117,100 listeners for 403,000 hours a week, 
placing the station 14th among the 16 sta- 
tions rated by the surveys. 

Biggest Loser 
The biggest loser in the ratings race was 

also a new entry. CFNY-FM boosted power 
in July, but had only 45,000 people tuning in 
for 201,000 hours. A spokesman for CFNY- 
FM says that no sweeping changes are be- 
ing planned for the station "because we're 
really just getting off the ground," but that 
the station will make afew minor changes in 

programming. The station has drawn 
critical praise for its unorthodox music 
programming, but the spokesman says 
there may be one or two personnel changes 
to bring the station "to a much more ac- 
cessible level in contact." David Marsden, a 
former CHUM -FM on -air personality, and 
most recently, president of Thunder Sound 
Studios in Toronto, has joined the station. 

Penny Farthing Case 
With RCA Deadlocked 
LONDON - Larry Page's Penny Farthing 
Records has issued a winding up petition 
against RCA Records U.K. in the High Court 
this week, and RCA has retaliated with an 
injunction against the winding up 
proceedings, claiming that the company is 
not insolvent. RCA distributes the Penny 
Farthing label in the U.K., and Penny 
Farthing claims that an amount is out- 
standing to them relating to product sup- 
plied on the second year of their three year 
contract with RCA. RCA also claims that 
Penny Farthing's actions are an abuse of 
Court procedure, and that the amount in- 
volved was under discussion and not a 

debt. The case is now dead -locked, and will 
return to the High Court shortly to be 
resolved.

CBS Canada's End Of Year 
Report Shows Sales Increase

TORONTO -A year-end report submitted 
by CBS Records Canada Ltd. cited con- 
siderable improvements by the company in 
the Canadian market and gave indications 
of an even better year for CBS in 1978. 

Arnold Gosewich, chairman and chief of- 
ficer for CBS Records Canada, noted a 20 
percent increase in sales on a consolidated 
basis over 1976, with pre-tax profits show- 
ing a substantial gain. "All profit centers of 
CBS in Canada were appreciably ahead 
over the previous year," he said, com- 
menting on sizeable sales increase for CBS 
Records distribution and factory opera- 
tions, Shorewood, A&A franchised and 
company -owned stores, and by ARS Ltd. 

A recent report from the Canadian 
Recording Industry Association cited CBS 
as the leading company in Canada, with 
more than 25 percent of the gold and 
platinum record certifications coming from 
the CBS catalog. Gosewich said that gold 
and platinum certifications were up 26 and 
60 percent, respectively. 

Since Gosewich came to CBS from 
Capitol Records -EMI of Canada, where he 
was president, he has been responsible for 
a reorganization of the corporate structure 
within the company. A recent Cash Box 
story documented the new reporting struc- 
ture in the firm, and more reorganizing was 
announced recently in the promotional 
department. 

Reporting to director of promotion for 
CBS Bill Bannon (also a former Capitol of- 

ficer, who came to CBS after Gosewich) will 
be Frank Gigliotti, Vancouver; Bryan 
Tucker, Calgary; Pat Ryan and Graham 
Thorpe, Toronto; Antiglio Sirizin and 
Francis Tassart of Montreal. 

Joe Owens, formerly the Ontario promo- 
tion manager, has assumed the post of 
national promotion manager, and will 
report directly to Bannon, Michael Girard, 
former French promotion manager for 
Montreal, will now work in a capacity as 
promotion manager for CBS Disques, and 
will report directly to Jean Desjardins, 
director of marketing for Quebec. 

The artist development by CBS in 
Canada has been successful in the past 
year because of what one A&R person 
called "shrewd signings and efficient 
promotion." The company achieved suc- 
cess with Jackson Hawke, The Diodes, Fos- 
terchild and with French acts like Harmon- 
ium and Octobre. This year, they are an- 
ticipating further success with new acts like 
Zon and Bill Hughes. 

Bob Gallo, A&R director for the com- 
pany, has announced the appointment of 
Don Lorusso to the position of A&R 
manager for the company. In his new posi- 
tion with the firm, Lorusso will be responsi- 
ble for the development of certain domestic 
artists, as well as serving as a recording co- 
ordinator for established and new artists. 
He will also be responsible for the adminis- 
tration of the A&R department, and will act 
as a liaison with international CBS affiliates 
towards release of CBS Canadian product 
outside of Canada.

More Lawyers Attend MIDEM 
To Make Contacts, Set Deals

NEW YORK - MIDEM's growing 
significance is a reflection of the increasing 
importance of the international music 
market. And as that market has expanded, 
the number of lawyers who attend MIDEM 
has also swelled, according to Martin 
Cohen of Cohen & Steinhart, a Los 
Angeles -based law firm. 

Cohen, who has gone to all 12 MIDEM 
conferences, pointed out that 60 lawyers 
were named on MIDEM's official guest list 
this year, compared to 45 last year. In addi- 
tion, he said, he had spotted at least five 
more lawyers whose names were not on the 
list. 

Why do all these lawyers descend on the 
international music conference? The most 
important reason, according to Cohen, is 
that the international business has become 
just as complicated - and as lucrative in 
many cases - as the domestic business. 
Thus, as the day of the simple handshake 
deal faded, people began to rely more and 
more on lawyers, especially those who 
knew their way around the MIDEM scene. 
"The lawyers knew whom to deal with," 
Cohen said. "They knew the usages and the 
consequences of what they did. The trend 
at MIDEM followed the trend in the entire 
music industry: It's becoming so technical 
that only someone trained in technicalities 
can negotiate and know the ramifications." 

Cohen recalled that, in the early years of 
the music industry, international deals were 
considered minor. Labels usually signed 
artists only for U.S. rights, and American 
publishers would license material to their 
foreign counterparts on a per -song basis. 
"There were some catalog deals, but they 
weren't particularly important. People ac- 
tually listened to the product, and it was of 
prime importance that it be promotable in 
that country.

Cohen himself administrates the 
publishing catalog of Far Out Productions, 
which includes War, plus about 80 other 
catalogs. Among these are the rights to 
music by such artists as George Duke, John 
Mayall, Alice Cooper, Tom Waits, Wayne 
Henderson, Roger Kellaway, Raoul De 
Souza and Flo & Eddie. He also handles the 
entire Arista publishing catalog inter- 
nationally. 

Prior Preparation 
The attorney noted that today, big deals 

are rarely made at MIDEM without prior 
preparation. In former years, he remem- 
bered, "all Europeans wanted was some 
American product, and they would grab 
anything. Now they're a little more 
educated about the American market, they 
read the trades, they come to California all 
the time ... When you go to MIDEM these 
days, nobody's out there waving cash at 
you. MIDEM is a place where you can make 
contacts, you show somebody what you got 
and you give them a proposal and a price. 
But they don't say, 'Done, let's write it up! 
Most often, if it's a big enough deal, they'll 
say, 'OK, we'll consider it and contact you 
afterwards.' " 

Cohen stressed the fact that lawyers who 
have MIDEM contacts can obtain valuable 
information for American and English 
publishers who can't afford to hire a lawyer 
in each country where they do business. No 
attorney, of course, can know the laws in 
every country, he noted. "But at least they 
know what they're supposed to be doing, 
they know where to look for information 
and whom to consult. And that's basically 
why you have more and more lawyers at 
MIDEM."

of albums being released at certain times. 
Because superstars generally produce an 
LP every 12 to 18 months, the emphasis is 

usually on getting them out during the peak 
fourth quarter period. However, since retail 
and radio exposure is at a premium then, 
new artists (who usually subsist on one and 
twos in the early release stages) are simply 
shunted aside during the Christmas 
season. This is why executives like Carter 
see the first six months of the year as in- 
creasingly important for debut acts. 

Of course, there are exceptions to this 
theory, such as 20th Century's Dan Hill. His 
single, a ballad, broke nationally over the 
Christmas holiday. 

"Looking at it practically, we shouldn't 
have had a prayer," Orleans said. "Over- 
coming these barriers was a matter of great 
promotion. This record wasn't broken in the 
retail stores." 

Of course, all this talk of balanced 
scheduling amounts to nothing without the 
cooperation of artists and their managers in 
delivering the product on time. This is one 
of the record companies' oldest laments. 

Orleans felt that the best way to get artist 
support is by demonstrating to them, with 
hard data, the sales potential that exists in 
the spring, summer and fall. That way, he 
said, they would be less inclined to demand 
that their albums be released right before 
Christmas. 

Susan Joseph, who manages England
