Additionally, the use of in-store music is proving to

be effective in tapping the consumer’s aural atten-

tion. And increasing utilization of video units at the

store level is taking conventional merchandising

one step further.

We applaud the record companies and retailers

who are currently creating and using these in-

novative merchandising tools. They must take a

large share of the credit for the most successful rec-

ord business year in 1977, surpassing the $3 billion

mark for the first time.

Among the companies now experimenting with

the video concept are WEA, CBS, RCA, MCA, Poly-

gram Distribution, Inc., Capitol, Jet, Music Plus,

Tower, Peaches, Record Factory, ABC Records and
Tapes and Oz. While there are others that should be

acknowledged for their initiation into this new
merchandising technique, we believe that this effort

is a progressive one and important for future record

sales.

With leisure dollars becoming tighter and tighter

and with the possibility that record sales could

remain stable or even drop, the innovative merchan-
dising firms will not only survive, but become the

leaders in the highly competitive record industry.

NEW YORK — The theme of the 1978

NARM Convention may be “merchandising

music," but pricing will again be the key in-

dustry issue. A sampling of NARM mem-
bership prior to the convention revealed

the extent of retailer and distributor con-

cern.

"Pricing changes will be the major point

of behind-the-scenes discussion,” said

Evan Lasky of Dan Jay Music in Denver,

who is making his first trip to a NARM con-

vention. “The organizers of the conference

have set up a schedule to try to make it

more than just a social event, but pricing is

^Register Of Copyrights Files

iFavoring Performance Rights
by Joanne Ostrow

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Register of

Copyrights Barbara Ringer delivered to

Congress the long-awaited Part Two of her

report on performance rights in sound
recordings last week. The thrust of her con-

clusions and legislative recommendations
was, in Ringer's own estimation, predict-

able.

Y In sum, the Register recommended that

section 1 14 of the new copyright statute be
amended "to provide performance rights,

subject to compulsory licensing, in

copyrighted sound recordings, and thatthe

-^'•^benefits of this right be extended both to

performers (including employees for hire)

and to record producers as joint authors of

sound recordings."

Ringer outlined the basic public policy,

constitutional, economic and legal issues

raised by the proposed performing rights,

and made specific legislative recommen-
dations in a draft bill which is essentially a

revision of H.R. 6063, the Danielson Bill.

Declaring the Copyright Office's support

of the proposed right, the report stated,

“The lack of copyright protection for perfor-

mers since the commercial development of

phonograph records has had a drastic and

destructive effect on both the performing

and recording arts.” Arguments by the

National Association of Broadcasters and

others that sound recordings are not

“writings” and that performers and record

producers are not ‘‘authors" — con-
stitutionally eligible for copyright protection

— are “untenable,” Ringer concluded.

The broadcasters have argued that air-

play of records represents adequate com-

pensation to performers and producers.

Responding to this position, the Register

said the benefits to these groups are hit-or-

miss and outside the legal control of the

creators of the works being exploited. On
the other hand, she noted, they are of direct

commercial advantage to the user.

Broadcasters have also maintained that

a performance royalty would pose an un-

due economic burden and would adversely

affect programming by forcing cutbacks on
the news and public affairs said. The
Register's reply was firm: the study com-
missioned by the Copyright Office con-

cludes after volumes of statistics that “the

payment of royalties is unlikely to cause
serious disruption within the broadcasting

industry.” Likewise, she said, the royalty

Lasky said that while he favored the idea

of a spread between rack and retailer, he

did not feel the Capitol and Phonodisc pric-

ing changes (Cash Box, March 11 and 18)

had gone far enough in that direction. Like-

wise. Lasky noted that, while both com-
panies were entitled to price increases

based on their higher costs, “I think they

went overboard."

Herb Mendelsohn, president of ABC
Records and Tapes, said his company's
major concern on the eve of NARM was
“the deteriorating profit margins for rack

suppliers." In addition to exchanging
gripes about pricing, however, Men-
delsohn said his staff hoped to use the

NARM forums to discover new merchan-
dising avenues, particularly in the growing

field of video merchandising.

“In light of the fact that retailers are going

to have to pass their higher costs on to the

consumer, what we can do for our
customers in the areas of in-store display

and advertising becomes that much more
important,” Mendelsohn concluded.

NARM More Involved

Norm Cooper, the Philadelphia one-stop

and retail store owner, said he believed this

year's NARM meeting would prove to be the

most edifying in the organization's history.

“I think NARM is more involved in our

problems that it has ever been,” he said.

“Before they were just an instrument to

have a party.

five regions: northeast, southeast,

southwest, midwest and west.

Information in each listing includes

the station, city, music director, the sta-

tion's number one record of the week,

adds, records with jumps upward of

three or more positions and a personal

pick of the music director.

The new section also will include the

three most popular and three most add-

ed records in each region, so regional

action will be more easily traced.

In addition, the Top Pop Debuts each

week will be listed on the Cash Box

editorial page, showing the highest

chart entries for a pop single and pop
album, with their respective chart posi-

tions.

NEW YORK — In less than 10 months in of-

fice, Joe Cohen, NARM's executive vice

president, has put together one of the most
impressive agendas of any annual NARM
convention. Laying the groundwork for this

week's New Orleans event, which has at-

tracted a record 2,000 guests, were a series

of regional meetings during the fall and

winter that helped NARM enroll an es-

timated 90 new member companies. The
regional sessions also brought the national

organization to the attention of hundred of

mid-management executives and grass-

roots industry workers.

“The thrust of NARM,” explained Cohen
in a pre-convention interview with Cash
Box, “has been to address itself year-round

to issues that confront our industry daily.

The annual convention itself will still have
fantastic cocktail parties and entertainment

as in past years. What will be different this

year is the quality of the business sessions,

in terms of the planning that went into them,

and the depth of the discussions.”

Advertising Focus
Rather than spending the standard half-

hour or hour in a surface discussion of

record advertising, for example, Cohen
noted that virtually the entire first business

day will be devoted to an often-ignored

aspect of the industry, this most important

topic. Market research will also get major

attention at the convention.

“I'm very pleased with what we've done to

date,” Cohen noted. “Now it's just a matter

of choreography.”

In addition to the regional and national

gatherings, Cohen and his staff currently

have several major projects in the works,

including a comprehensive "reader's

guide” to music industry literature, and a

school program to train neophyte record

retailers.

Because of all this activity, NARM will

soon be dividing its staff into “conven-

tion" and "non-convention" personnel.

“We'll be making changes, personnel addi-

tions. Some people, for example, will be

and expect them to answer all my problems
is unrealistic.”

Cooper expressed the hope that conven-
tion dialogue would help bring a stabiliza-

tion of wholesale prices.

How can we live on 6% or r%
profit?”

Higher Retail Prices

However, the overall feeling of NARM
members seems to be that higher whole-

sale pricing is here to stay, and that now it is

up to the nation's retailers to begin charg-

ing higher prices over the counter.

“Pricing changes are something we have
to take,” said Sid Talmadge, president of

Record Merchandising, philosophically.

"It's now at the point where the retailer will

have to charge a reasonable price, and
that's a healthy situation. The list price

should not be boondoggled"
Jim Rose of Rose Records in Chicago ex-

pressed one of the strongest opinions

about the new pricing policies adopted by

several major labels. “It's a case of price-

fixing and collusion,” he concluded. “You
can talk about it until you're blue in theface.

but there's nothing you can do. Still, it'll be a

major topic at the convention."

While pricing is foremost in members'
minds, other major areas of concern will

not be ignored at this year's convention.

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Portrait’s Harris Has The Gift

For Biending Art, Business
by Alan Sutton

LOS ANGELES — In 1963, he quit a

prestigious Waii Street iaw firm to pursue a

career in the record business. He recalis it

was during pop music’s so-caiied "foik era”

— an intenseiy creative period which saw
the rise of recorded music as a serious art

form, capabie of expressing profound
thoughts and ideas.

"i'd aiways loved music,” expiains Larry

Harris, ‘‘and i wanted to be involved in com-
municating with peopie — which is exactiy

what music does, whether it’s com-
municating pieasure and enjoyment, or, on
an entireiy different level, the kinds of ideas

that change society. And as I looked around

at the media in the mid-’60s, it seemed to

me that radio and teievision were not doing

this. Records were doing it, so that’s why I

got into the music fieid.”

Today Harris, 42, is vice president and
generai manager of Portrait Records. An
urbane man with definite beliefs about the

reiationship between artist and record

company, he is committed to a give-and-

take philosophy in which both sides main-

tain an honest and open diaiogue.

‘IVe — They’

“One of the things I’ve learned to hate in

my years in the record business,” he says,

“is the ‘We-They’ attitude a lot of artists

bring to the record company. ‘We’ is the ar-

tist, their manager, their agent and their

lawyer; ‘They’ is the record company. I don’t

think this attitude is terribly productive. The
record business is one huge crap shoot,

and when you’re in this kind of situation,

you’d better try to maximize your chance of

winning. To have a ‘We-They’ attitude does
just the opposite.”

Harris grew up in a small town in Long
Island, New York. After attending the Uni-

versity of Michigan, he graduated from the

Harvard Law School in 1959. Hetaughtfor a

year at the University of Michigan Law
School before returning to New York to join

a Manhattan-based firm specializing in cor-

porate finance law. Three years later he
decided he hated his job. According to

Harris, “I had this overwhelming feeling of

both becoming very stuffy and stodgy and
of meaninglessness for what I was doing.”

So he plunged into the Columbia Rec-
ords law department and, he recalls, dis-

covered “a feeling of worth in what I was do-
ing beyond making more money or drafting

the consummate document that no one
cared about.” In those days before the rise

to prominence of the business affairs

department, record company lawyers ac-

tively participated in the label’s overall

domestic and international affairs. In

Harris’ opinion, this was a definite plus.

“That gave me a tremendous back-
ground,” he says, “because we were much
more involved in negotiating, advising and
planning than has been the case since the

development of an independent business
affairs department.”

Joins Elektra

At the urging of Jac Hoizman, who was
then president of the label, Harris joined

Elektra Records in 1966. Elektra at the time

was basically a small, folk-oriented label

based on the west coast, whose roster in-

cluded Judy Collins, Tom Paxton, Phil Ochs
and Tom Rush. Says Harris: “There were

Big Publishing Houses Rebut Administrators’
Charges Of Inefficiency In Collection Area

(Millions ol dollars in overseas

been made against large publishing
houses that represent many smaller
publishers abroad.)
NEW YORK — Among knowledgeable in-

dustry observers, there is a consensus of

opinion that most of the unclaimed over-

seas mechanicals belong to U.S.
publishers who don’t have adequate
representation around the world. But what
constitutes “adequate representation?” Is it

enough to be represented by The Harry Fox
Agency or by one of the big publishing

houses like Chappell, UA or Warner Bros.?

Last week. Cash Box took a look at the

work done abroad by Harry Fox, which
represents thousands of publishers.
Lawyers and administrators agreed that the

agency does a remarkably good job, but

Al Berman,
managing director of The Harry Fox
Agency, stated that, in return tor its collec-

tion fee (between S'A and AV2 percent), the

agency renders a valuable service to its

clients; however, he noted that every U.S.

publisher should have a subpublisher
abroad to collect all that is owed to them.

‘False Security’

The large publishing houses have sub-
publishing companies or licensees in every
territory of the world where records are
sold in substantial quantities. Nevertheless,

there are those who feel that these firms

sometimes provide less than a full ac-

counting to their licensors.

Mushroom, Heart,
Portrait Resolve
‘Magazine’ Fight
LOS ANGELES — Rock group Heart has
agreed to return to the studio to record
parts of its “Magazine" LP for release by the
band’s former label. Mushroom Records.
This agreement between Heart and
Mushroom ends a year-long legal dispute
over whether or not Mushroom should be
allowed to release the LP, which the group
claimed was incomplete.

Heart, now signed with Portrait Records,
settled its dispute with Mushroom out of

court. The new “Magazine” LP is scheduled
for release by Mushroom this month.
The legal battle began a year ago when

Can Base Productions, owners of Mush-
room Records, filed a $35 million law suit

against Portrait claiming that Portrait had
signed Heart while the group was still under
contract with Mushroom. While that legal

conflict continued Mushroom released
“Magazine” but was later forced to recall all

copies of the LP by a court order.

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New Faces To Watch

Bruce Cockburn
Bruce Cockburn has something to say.

At 32, he is regarded as one of Canada’s

finest songsmiths. His talent as a guitar

virtuoso, combined with his flair for

producing image-filled lyrics, has long

made him a favorite of Canadian
audiences,

Cockburn's eight albums in Canada have

brought him commercial recognition and

critical acclaim, but he has not yet made a

dent internationally. It was written once of

Cockburn: “If he was an American, he

would be a star,” But, pursuing stardom

has never been Cockburn's main priority.

"I suppose that my upbringing and my
set of values have taught me to be highly re-

jective of what is typically known as star-

dom. I think the intrinsic nature of a pure

folk artist breeds rejection of mass accep-

tance. I don’t think that it is a bad quality.”

The True North/lsland recording artist

was introduced to the American market on

his last album, “In The Falling Dark.” Now,

with the release of his double live effort,

“Circles In The Stream,” more international

success is due. “The decision to record a

live album was not strategic. We wanted to

release an album that would re-introduce

some music to Canadians, and perhaps

cover some material that wasn’t available in

the U.S. before. Plus, I like the atmosphere

of a live recording. So I did it.

“Music, for me, has always been a means
to an end. I wanttosee the world, and music

allows me to travel,’’ says Cockburn.

Luckily, there have not been any pressures

to develop instantly Into a major attraction.

Many successful folk artists have come
out of Canada in recent years, like Gordon
Lightfoot, Joni Mitchell, Murray
MacLaughlan, and most recently, Dan Hill.

Cockburn finds significance in this fact. "I

think it shows that there’s a certain maturity

eminent in Canadian music. Anybody that’s

performing is bound to reflect the social

situation they’re in. I think that that is why so

many great folk artists have come out of this

country. We’re doing something right to at-

tract the attention of a large audience with-

out purposely setting out to do so.”

The Ottawa Valley native believes that

folk performers are some of the last

vestiges of innocence in music. “A solo per-

former is bound to be less derivative, more
independent than, say, a group of artists.

There’s a lot more character showing in the

music, maybe even more self-indulgence.

But there is a hostility towards commercial
music. People are less affected by charts.

Being a folk performer has its pitfalls,

though. You can, if you aren’t careful,

become extremely narrow-minded in your
writing."

Although there are jazz influences in

Cockburn’s music, he has recently taken to

liking Japanese koto music, “I did a tour

there last year with Murray MacLaughlan,
and some of the music there is some of the

finest to be heard anywhere.”
As for himself, Cockburn has few goals.

“I want to travel, and perform wherever I

can. I want to tour the United States, but I

feel as if I have to ride a balance somewhat.
I cannot immerse myself in long draw-out
tours. They are exhausting, and they stilt

your view of the audiences. I don’t want to

be confined to playing in Canada, but I don’t

want to find myself a product of a star

machine.”

Wha-Koo
“We're in the healthiest shape we’ve ever

been in,” chides David Palmer of the re-

cently reformed Wha-Koo. The spokesman
and principal songwriter for the band is

chatting on the phone from his hotel room
in Boston after a spill on an icy street there

tore three ligaments in his right leg. “You

can tell that I’ve been working on my sense

of humor. It's the only way out of a situation

like this.”

After a series of personal changes, in-

cluding the departure of Palmer's
songwriting partner Danny Douma, Wha-
Koo’s new association looks like it might

finally establish the band with their second

LP, called “Berkshire.” Their vocal blends,

rhythmic exuberance, and high energy

sound mix elements of hard rock, pop,

reggae, and gospel with a strong melodic

appeal. Songs like “Dreaming As One,”

“Rigmarole,” and “Fabulous Dancer,” the

first single from the new album, should earn

them a shot at Top 40 play.

“Wha-Koo Is a new band in the sense that

our first album died a terrible death,”

Palmer says somewhat dramatically. “We
tried to be so eclectic that it just failed com-
mercially. With ‘Berkshire,’ though, we set

out to write a more concise record with

shorter songs and better hooks. I think we
emerge with a real identity on this album.”

Palmer came to Los Angeles from his

home in Plainfield, New Jersey, in 1972 to

sing on the first Steely Dan album, “Can’t

Buy A Thrill.” He also collaborated with

Carole King in 1974 on her “Wrap Around
Joy” LP, which featured the hit, “Jazz Man.”

A year later. Palmer met with a fellow

singer-songwriter from Plainfield named
Danny Douma, who had also moved to L.A.

for ventures into the movies and records.

They “instantly identified” with one another.

“It turned out that Danny and I were
raised 15 miles from each other,” Palmer
recalls, “and our friendship produced
some songs. We conceived of Wha-Koo to

perform the songs that we wrote for our first

album.” They took the name for the band
from the child-talk of Douma’s baby
daughter. (“There’s no secret to that one,"

he laughs.)

After a year of playing together, however,
guitarists Douma and Nick Van Maarth,

pianist Richard Kosinski, and bass player

Peter Freiberger left the band. “There was
just too much tension going down, so we
decided to cool it out,” Palmer says flatly.

The missing band members were replaced

by Chuck Cochran (guitar), Eric Gotthels

(bass), and Ron Franson (keyboards).
Drummers Don Francisco and Claude Pep-
per remain with the group. “We really pay
our dues on ‘Berkshire,’ ” Palmer says.

Looking back on his days with Steely

Dan’s Becker and Fagen, Palmer says that

he has “nothing but fond memories of the

band, because I knew how good the music
really was on that first album. They taught

me that it’s possible to write intelligently for

the public and still make good commercial
songs.”

Wha-Koo will continue their national tour

through March and April, “testing the
water,” in Palmer’s words. “I trust my in-

stincts, and patience has always been the
key to making the group work. Head-wise,
Wha-Koo is the strongest its ever been.
Nobody’s down this time around.”

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The Importance Of Secondary Market
Concerts Continues To Increase

NEW YORK — Lewiston, Maine,
Johnstown, Pennsylvania, and Akron, Ohio

aren't about to replace New York, Boston,

or Los Angeles as the jewels of the concert

tour market.

Yet, over the past five years, these cities

and other secondary and tertiary markets

throughout the nation have steadily in-

creased in importance for touring bands
and their record companies, promoters,

and booking agents.

“The secondaries have become so im-

portant," asserted Gail Davis, national artist

development coordinator for A&M
Records, "that in the last two years we've

added four regional tour support directors.

Those markets are just not as jaded as the

majors. There is more enthusiasm, more
interest, and often more sellout audiences

in the smaller cities. There's an excellent

record buying market out there, also, and

it's an excellent place to measure the pop-

ularity of a developing act."

‘Name’ Acts Play Secondaries

Another emerging trend is that many
groups are continuing to play the secon-

daries even when they're past their

"developing" stage. Among these acts are

Jimmy Buffett, Ted Nugent, Geils, and
Black Oak Arkansas. Styx is also still play-

ing venues like Poughkeepsie, New York,

Huntington, West Virginia, and Dayton,

Ohio, despite their status as a band with a

double platinum album. “We started going

there to stay alive,” recounts Derek Sutton,

the group’s manager, "and we eventuallv

began to ‘ring’ the major markets, and let

the word of mouth trickle in. We also dis-

covered many other benefits besides

career building, such as increased album
sales, radio play, and sheer profitability.”

Sutton admits that the band's recent

popularity has made some of the smaller

venues seem less attractive; but, he states,

“we will continue to go there, because a

rock and roll band has a limited life, and

while at the top, they should take out as

much as possible. One of the best ways to

accomplish that is to keep playing, and

there are more than enough secondary and

tertiary markets available for such a band

to make a good profit.”

Oversaturation

One reason the secondary markets have

become more profitable, according to

booking agent Mike Martineau, president

of Headliners East Talent Agency Ltd., is

the “oversaturation” of the major markets.

"By the early ’70s,” Martineau states, “more

acts were simply playing the major markets

more often. Concerts became less unique,

less of an event, and caused less excite-

ment. That’s precisely what you don’t see in

the secondary markets today.”

One of the promoters who works in

southern secondary markets, Alex Cooley,

president of Alex Cooley Productions, cites

the growth of local AOR FM radio stations

as a major factor accounting for the rise in

secondary concert attendance. “Those sta-

tions literally introduced young people

there to music they knew very little about.”

Cooley states, “This in turn, enabled more
progressive groups to come in and sell out

seven to ten thousand-seaters consisten-

tly.”

Cooley also pointed out some of the

hazards a promoter faces in smaller

markets. “You haveto promote differently,”

Cooley said. “You have to really beat the

bushes and advertise all over the place, un-

like a major market where you can put

one ad in the paper and forget about it.

Also, there is a problem on weekdays, be-

cause many of the customers are coming in

from a radius of close to 100 miles.

Are Factors In Record RCA Profits
NEW YORK — RCA Inc. has reported

record earnings and sales for 1977. Net

profits rose to $247 million, a gain of 39%
over $177.4 million in 1976. Sales were
$5.92 billion in 1977, an increase of about

10% over the $5.36 bililon in the previous

year.

Edgar Griffiths, president of RCA, at-

tributed the gains to “steady advances” in

all areas of company operations.

RCA Records achieved all-time highs in

both sales and earnings, although the cor-

poration does not, as a matter of policy,

break down the figures for its individual

companies.

‘Phenomenal Demand’
The record company's success was at-

tributed to the “phenomenal demand” for

Elvis Presley product, the strong perfor-

mance of the company’s overseas sub-

sidiaries, and increases in membership
and profits for the U.S. record and tape

club. In addition, RCA cited the sales

breakthroughs achieved by Dolly Parton

and Waylon Jennings, and the continued

success of John Denver, Daryl Hall And
John Dates, Jefferson Starship and David

Bowie. Streamlining Operations

In addition, the closing of unprofitable

recording studios, the dropping of

“marginally profitable” labels, and the

streamlining of administrative and sales

functions were all cited as contributors to

the company’s high sales and earnings.

Griffiths noted that the record operation,

while attaining record profits, nevertheless

fell short “by the yardstick of competitive

performance” in the domestic sector.

However, Griffiths said that both RCA
Records and the NBC-TV network, which

show a combined net profit shortfall of $75
million in comparison with their leading

competitors, were working had to close the

gap.

RCA Reissues Horowitz LPs
interest In Artist Rises

by Ken Terry

NEW YORK — Partly due to his accelerated

tour schedule since 1975 and such events

as his recent Carnegie Hall recital with the

New York Philharmonic, pianist Vladimir

Horowitz is generating a level of interest

that has not been equalled since he re-

turned to the concert stage in 1965 after a

12-year absence.

Capitalizing on this upsurge of acclaim

for the great Russian keyboard artist, RCA
Records, his current label, recently

reissued four mono recordings by
Horowitz. Originally recorded between
1942 and 1957 (although most date from

the early '50s), the selections on these

albums offer a good cross section of the

pianist’s art.

Included in this first installment of a

series that RCA has titled “The Horowitz

Collection” are; an all-Chopin album
featuring the Sonata in B-flat minor; a

coupling of Schumann’s “Kinderseenen'

with Brahms’ Violin Sonata No. 3 in D
minor, Cp. 108, on which Horowitz is joined

by Nathan Milstein in the pianist’s only duo
recording; an LP called “Concert Favorites”

which contains works by Schumann,
Czerny, Mendelssohn, Mozart, Scarlatti

and Clementi, and “Concert Encores,”

which combines such strange bedfellows

as “The Stars And Stripes Forever,” Saint-

Saens' “Dance Macabre,” and Men-
delssohn’s “Wedding March.”

More To Come
According to Thomas Shepard, vice

president of RCA’s Red Seal division, and
Jack Pfeiffer, who has been Horowitz’s

producer at RCA since 1950, these four

records are only a taste of what is to come.
In October, four more LPs containing

reissues of mono recordings will be
released; and eventually, “The Horowitz

Collection” will number 20 LPs.

Previously, about 16 of these albums
were re-released on RCA’s English affiliate.

Shepard and Pfeiffer didn't know whether
or not any of these albums are currently

available in U.S. specialty shops. However,'

they noted that none of them had been
available domestically on RCA for many
years.

These reissues represent a significant

expansion in the Horowitz catalog. From

the time the pianist rejoined RCA in 1975,

after a 14-year association with Columbia
Records, only three albums by him have
been issued on the label; “The Horowitz
Concerts 75/76,” “The Horowitz Concerts
1977/78,” and the recently released
recording of Rachmaninoff’s Third Piano
Concerto with Eugene Ormandy and the

New York Philharmonic.

While all three were recorded live, the

latter recording stands out because it cap-
tured a truly epochal event, Horowitz’s first

performance in a concerto in more than a

quarter century. The concert at Carnegie
Hall also marked the 50th anniversary of his

New York debut.

With all the publicity generated by that

event, sales of the Horowitz Rachmaninoff

his Soviet citizenship last week in a decree

signed by Communist party chief Leonid I.

Public Broadcasting Hearings Continue
WASHINGTON, D.C. — Economic consul-

tants, station managers and other experts

were called to testify on behalf of public

broadcasting at last week’s Copyright
Royalty Tribunal hearings. ASCAP’s
general counsel Bernard Korman coun-
tered public broadcasting counsel Eugene
Aleinikoff on several points concerning the

economic value of music and the licensing

fees both sides have proposed. Ken Cox,

former FCC Commissioner and former
counsel to the Magnuson communications
subcommittee, made clear the differences

between commercial and public broad-

casting industries, — for the PBS/NPR side

Betty Cope, general manager of non-

commercial WVIZ-TV Cleveland, spoke of

the hardships in the world of public broad-

casting where, due to tight budgets,
everything is “a labor of love,” she said.

David Ives, general manager of WGBH-TV
Boston (a major PBS producing station)

was to testify later in the week, presumably
along similar lines. And Dr. William

Baumol, economic consultant to public

broadcasting, drew analogies to the earlier

SESAC, BMI and Harry Fox payment for-

mulas, and came up with the half-million-

dollar figure which public broadcasters
have proposed. ASCAP, as reported
earlier, puts the fee at $3.6 million, based
on a percentage formula like that for com-
mercial broadcasters.

The record will remain open until April

15, according to CRT chairman Tom Bren-
nan.

AM Superstars
Station In Nation
ATLANTA — WKLS-AM, which began air-

ing last week, has become the second AM
station in the nation to adopt the
Burkhart/Abrams Superstars AOR format.

The other Superstars AM outlet is KCBC in

Des Moines, Iowa, which entered the
Burkhart/Abrams fold about a year ago.

Same Music
Keith Allen, program director of the

parent WKLS-FM, said the fledgling AM
was currently airing during daylight hours
Monday-Saturday. The AM will play the

same music as the Superstars FM: about 30
LPs and 10 singles, plus a heavy diet of

recurrents.

“This is an FM-dominated market," Allen

said. “There is a lot of room for an AM
targeted at a young adult (18-34)
audience.” The major Top 40 station in the

market, WQXI, appeals mainly to a teenage
demographic, Allen asserted.

Commerical-Free
The new AM outlet was promoted by

billboard and TV advertising, and Allen

noted a “fast listener response ” due in large

part to the commercial-free programming
that may be extended to as long as 90 days.

Arbitron To Implement
Extended Measurement
LOS ANGELES — In April. Arbitron Radio
will institute a new survey design, extended
measurement, in New Orleans and Seat-

tle/Tacoma. The concept involves
spreading current market samples over a

longer period of time while targeting for a

sample of at least 400 in-tab metro diaries

within each monthly period.

The basic features incorporated in ex-

tended measurement are spreading the

sample over time, producing a monthly sta-

tion programmer’s guide and producing

the Standard Market Report. Markets
measured twice per year will cover 24

weeks throughout the year rather than the

present eight, three-time markets will cover

36 weeks and four-time markets will be
measured over 52 weeks. New Orleans and

Seattle/Tacoma are two-time markets.

An Arbitron spokesman said the larger

sample sizes and rolling averages of exten-

ded measurement should produce a more
stable demographic report. The new survey

design will reduce the effect of special con-

ditions. such as Easter; the World Series

and unusual weather.

The idea for extended measurement
reportedly grew out of discussions with Ar-

bitron’s clients. If it is successful in the two

test markets the concept will be expanded
to other markets.

Burgess Takes
Records From

NASHVILLE — Dave Burgess, longtime

associate and personal friend of Gene
Autry, has announced his acquisition of full

control and ownership of Autry's Republic

Records, including all the masters con-

tained in the catalog, Burgess had
previously served as vice president and
general manager of the label since he

spearheaded its re-activation here 18

months ago.

For all practical purposes, Autry’s long,

colorful Involvement with the music in-

dustry has ended with the sale of Republic

Records, a label he formed in the late '50s.

His sole link to the record business is his

ownership of four publishing companies
which are under the administration of

Burgess' Nashville operation.

In 1957, Burgess was the first artist

signed by Autry's newly formed Challenge

Records, and hisfirstsinglereleasewasthe

million-selling “Tequila” by TheChamps, of

which Burgess was a group member. Over
the years, Burgess has been associated

with Autry as a friend, songwriter and
manager for his publishing companies.
When Autry asked Burgess to re-activate

Republic Records, it was with the un-

derstanding that one day Burgess would
take over ownership.

Longstanding Plan

“This has been a plan of mine with Gene
for a long time, and we have always had the

understanding that this would transpire,”

said Burgess, who moved here five years

ago from Montana to start Singletree Music
and Doubletree Productions. "We just

decided that this was the best time to do it

for all concerned. Wefelt likethetiming was
right. Gene is involved with his baseball

team (Autry has a controlling interest in the

California Angels), radio and television in-

terests, plus some publishing. And
besides, the man is 70 years old.

“Gene has owned 100 percent of the

stock in the company until I bought it,”

Burgess added. “He has always wanted me
to have this company. There is no one else

he would ever let have control of his

Baunach Leaves
ABC To Pursue
Other Interests
NASHVILLE — Larry Baunach has an-
nounced his resignation as ABC Records
vice president of sales and promotion to

pursue other interests.

"There are certain personal goals of

mine which I cannot conscientiously pursue
while continuing to work at ABC,” Baunach
said.

Baunach came to Nashville from New
York in 1971 to join Jim Fogelsong in es-
tablishing Dot Records as a major country
label and was instrumental in helping build

the careers of artists such as Roy Clark,

Donna Fargo, Freddy Fender and Don
Williams. Dot was purchased by ABC
Records in 1974, and the label name was
retired earlier this year. Fogelsong is

currently president of ABC's Nashville
operation.

“The experiences with Dot of the last

eight years have been invaluable to me,”
Baunach added, “but for some time I have
wanted to pursue additional respon-
sibilities including more decision making
as concerns product.

"I'll miss ABC country artists and product
very much,” he said. "I’ll especially miss
working with our staff and my boss, Jim
Fogelsong, the outstanding man in the
country music business as far as I'm con-
cerned.”

Since re-opening Republic Records,

Burgess has signed and developed country

artists David Rogers, Kathy Barnes, Ray
Sanders, Leslee Barnhill and Nate Harvell.

Virtually 80 percent of all single releases

have charted nationally. Burgess also over-

sees the administration of 18 publishing

companies, including the companies of

Glen Campbell, Hank Williams, Jr. and
Autry. He also maintains a controlling in-

terest in Progressive Artist Management,
which handles the careers of Ms. Barnes
and Rogers. Republic also distributes and
promotes its product.

Autry Masters
Above all, however, the single most

valuable aspect of Republic is a multitude

of Autry masters — original Autry songs cut

in the early ’60s and many of his old stan-

dards which he re-cut for Republic. Nine of

these albums have been released with

success and over 20 albums worth of

material are in the can. Burgess plans to

release these Autry albums at the rate of

two a year. Some of the albums released on

Autry by Republic are “Live From Madison
Square Garden,” "South Of The
Border/All-American Cowboy” (two-

record set), “Gene Autry Classics, Vol. I”

and “Gene Autry Songs Of Faith.” Some old

Johnny Bond and Spade Cooley masters

are also included in Republic's catalog.

about it. If it works out, Glen would be the

‘Rhinestone Cowboy’ in the movie.
“To most people, the song indicated a

music-business sort of person — a singer-

songwriter — who had been out there pay-
ing dues for a long time,” said Weiss, who
first recorded “Rhinestone Cowboy” in a
1974 album, “Black And Blue Suits.” “It is a

song about dreams, about hanging in

heavily classical; then, when I started

developing interest in popular music, the

kind of music that I looked for to play were
tunes by Cole Porter, Gershwin, Harold

Arlen — I love words, and that's the way I

went. And you can be easily intimidated

when you start dealing with writers like

that, because they were so great.

"Now I think it’s changed. People are

ready for music that’s much more simple

and direct and doesn’t require the

greatness of a Cole Porter lyric and a Cole

Porter melody.’’

Nevertheless, Flack is not willing to let

herself off the hook that easily. “I feel I’m

competing with the songwriters who
produced the standards, as opposed to

those who produce what we all like for a

moment and then are replaced by other

things. I tend to be much more attracted to

the songs that sound like a standard — i.e.,

‘First Time Ever I Saw Your Face,’ ‘Killing

Me Softly’ — than I am to the songs that are

cute, but don’t have any real meat, potatoes

and gravy there.

Learning To Produce
“Blue Lights In The Basement" is Flack’s

second self-produced LP, and she feels

that it shows exactly how much she learned

from producing “Feel Like Makin’ Love.”

"This album is the one that definitely con-

vinced me I can produce," she said.

At one time, however. Flack stressed the

fact that she has been involved in produc-

tion since her first album was recorded in

1969. "I’ve always been involved in all of

that, not because somebody told me I had

to, but because I wanted to. It's part of the

total concept, and I guess it’s because I’m a

musician instead of just a singer. I know so

much about music that I couldn't see leav-

ing that to someone else’s thinking or deci-

sions."

I Climbs Chart
Although she was already interested in

production, the event that propelled her

into it was the departure of Joel Dorn in the

midst of the sessions for "Feel Like Makin'

Love." "When it became clear that he

wasn’t going to be there,” Flack recalled, "I

had to finish the album.”

Having gained confidence from that ex-

perience, Flack decided to produce "Blue

Lights” as well. Partly as a result, although

her constant touring also was one of the

causes — it took an unusually long time to

put together her current album.
Nevertheless, Flack is particularly pleased

with the result because she had complete

artistic control.

“When I get into a song, I tear it apart

before I start,” Flack pointed out. “I may
hear a melody and the words and say. ‘Fine,

I’m going to do that.’ But before I actually

get down to doing it, I have worked it

through. Like any other artist, I’ve tried it

fast. I’ve tried it slow. I’ve tried it in between
— and I know best what I want to do with

that song. And all I need to help me do that

artistic part of it is someone to say, ‘Maybe
you should do that again, your diction

wasn’t good there, I didn’t think you made
your point, or don’t be a perfectionist, I

think that was great.’

"

Flack is very eclectic about the material

she selects. She has sung every kind of

song from MOR to R&B, from reggae to

folk. But ultimately, she said. "I don’t care if

it’s called blue-badango-franko. If it has

something inside it that really makes it

musical, it works. It could be a vamp, two or

three chords that they vamp on forever and

ever like James Brown used to do. But if

there’s that little magic thing inside, if

there’s a little contrapuntal line happening

underneath the melody, it catches the

average person’s ear, and it works. And it’s

good."

Third are skyrocketing. “It appears that we
could have the biggest-selling straight
classical album of all time, ifwelettheinitial

sales be our guide," commented Shepard.
“We expected the sales to be good, but
even we are caught a little bit off guard.”

WhitB House Recital

Another blockbuster of a record may be
in the works, but at the moment RCA is be-
ing very guarded about reports that it may
eventually release its recording of
Horowitz’s recent recital at the White
House. In order for the all-Chopin program
to find its way onto disc, Shepard noted,
permission would have to be granted by the
White House to use the tape commercially.
Originally, the tape was made for delayed
transmission by National Public Radio and
public television.

At this point, Shepard stated, “there
really haven't been negotiations" with the
White House about the tape. “What ap-
peared already in print," he continued,
“represented it as being far more along
than it is. We are nothing morethan hopeful
right now that we can make this happen.
But there has been no direct communica-
tion between RCA and the White House to

put this into effect."

Meanwhile, RCA is continuing to
promote Horowitz everywhere he goes. Not
long ago, he was the star of the biggest
promotion in the history of Tower Records
when he visited the chain’s Westwood store
in Los Angeles to autograph for more than
3,000 admirers. And on Wednesday, March
22, Horowitz will sign autographs from 4-6
p.m. at the Sam Goody store on Sixth
Avenue in New York.

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RHYTHM^'^^BLUES
Pryor & Cosby Album Sales
Demonstrate Mass Appeal

by Carita Spencer
LOS ANGELES — To what extent are rec-
ord consumers interested in comedy
albums by black artists? What are they pre-
pared for and what do they want to hear in

terms of black comedy product?
Richard Pryor and Bill Cosby are, with-

out question, two of the most prominent art-

ists of this genre; and, according to a spot
check of retailers in major markets across
the country, they continue to rack up im-
pressive sales figures in comparison to

other black comedians.
The consensus among the retailers is

that virtually everyone enjoys comedy;
comedy product, in general, sells well in the
stores and both Pryor and Cosby have
mass appeal.

“Richard Pryor is an all around artist who
reaches a major part of the American pop-
ulation and definitley 90 percent of the
black population,” explains Harold
Spence, salesman at Record Shack in New
York. “Bill Cosby, I would say, is a very
strong, clever and witty comedian but his

sales in the black community are not as
strong as Pryor's. His sales in the audience
he reaches are tremendous and basically
he has both white and black audiences but
less blacks than Pryor has.”

Opposites
Pointing out that the two are “from op-

posite sides of the field" in terms of their

material, Spence says Cosby's venture into

comedy involving music, as opposed to
spoken comedy, has helped to expose him
to a wider audience as a result of radio air-

play.

“Pryor's material is a little too raw for air-

play,” says Spence, "and he's not even
looking in that direction. He obviously feels
that he doesn't need music for that type of
comedy. Cosby comes from a different
background, his language is of a more

literary fashion and consequently more ap-
propriate for that. Both are tremendous art-

ists, each is doing his own thing.”

Another retailer, who asked to remain
anonymous, states that both artists' rec-
ords (old and current) seli “really well.” He
added that Cosby's latest release, “Bill’s

Best Friend,” has exhibited good sales but
not as good as his previous LP, “Disco Bill,”

which is “still selling.”

Triple Sales
Lou Drozen, president of Ala Records,

which owns Laff Records (the label Pryor
records with), stated that Pryor’s record
sales have tripled since the release of
"Craps After Hours” in 1970, when he was
not very popular.

“Now, Pryor probably outsells Cosby five

to one,” Drozen notes. “His popularity
makes his records sell. In addition to that,

he is a comedic genius and his material is

entirely different from what any other com-
edian releases. People want to hear down
home comedy, something that happens in

life. That’s what really sells because people
relate to this whether they’re Caucasian,
black or anything else.”

Drozen adds that, unlike some music
albums, comedy LPs seem to sell con-
tinuously. “We have albums still in the line
that were released 10 years ago,” he says.
In addition to Pryor, other artists on the Laff

label include LaWanda Page (“Sanford and
Son’s” Aunt Esther), Skillet And Leroy,
Richard And Willie, and Renaldo Ray, to
name a few. According to Drozen, Pryor
outsells every one of the other artists. He
expects the comedian’s latest effort, “Black
Ben The Blacksmith” to be a “giant LP,”
noting that initial orders are already over
one hundred thousand.

“Pryor outsells them all,” Drozen con-
cludes. “He can relate and he’s funny.
That’s the secret of comedy.”

NARAS Hall Of Fame: A Musical
Resting Place For All-Time Greats
NEW YORK — You will have to wait a long,

long time to see Fleetwood Mac in the

NARAS Hall of Fame. Or the Eagles, or Bar-

bra Streisand, or the Beatles . . .

The Hall of Fame, established in 1973 at

the urging of then-national NARAS presi-

dent Paul Weston, is designed specifically

to honor those albums and singles that

I

came before the establishment of the

Grammy Award 20 years ago.

George Simon, consultant to NARAS,
explained that the pre-1958 records con-

sidered for admission to the Hall of Fame
must be of "historical or qualitative long-

lasting value." This year, five records were

inducted by the 90-member Hall of Fame
commission. The selections would not be

readily recognizable to the average record

buyer today. They are: "I Can Hear It Now"
by Edward R. Murrow (album series 1948-

1950); “My Blue Heaven" by Gene Austin

(1928); “Strange Fruit" by Billie Holiday

(1939); "The Genius Of Art Tatum" (13 LPs

released in 1954-1955); and "Bach-
Stokowski; Toccata & Fugue In D Minor"

(1927).

“Basically," Simon said, "the Hall of

Fame was formed because Paul Weston
was a sports fanatic. Baseball, football and

basketball all had Halls of Fame, and Paul

thought it was time the record industry had

one. as well."

Simon won't speculate, except to caution

that "Fleetwood Mac, after one year,

doesn't exactly qualify on the basis of a

long-lasting musical significance."

To the NARAS Hall of Fame, he con-

cludes, “Sales just don't count," a point that

just might make the Hall a unique record

business institution.

commented, “U.S. publishers have very lit-

tle knowledge about the international

market, and I think that's why there are

many domestic publishing companies that

sign worldwide deals with some of the ma-
jor entities (such as Chappell, UA, EMI,

CBS, etc.). My feeling is that they set them-
selves up for a false security in doing that.

The false security comes from them ac-

cepting what these international represen-

tatives feed them in the way of information.

So that puts them in a situation they don't

understand themselves: there's no
auditing, no backup (on their part).”

Leonard Mietus of the Mietus Copyright

Bureau, who administrates a number of

catalogs overseas for U.S. publishers, said,

“I fear the large publishers, because with

their tremendous repertoire abroad, they

lose sight of (individual) records. Now they

have so many song titles that records
become secondary.” Referring to one of

these publishing houses, he added, "If you
don't watch their reports to you and
diagnose them and see if you’re getting

performance money and mechanicals and
whether you're getting all territories, you
could be losing money.”
The Copyright Service Bureau, a collec-

tion agency which will also act as an ad-

ministrator, regularly receives lists of

publishers with unclaimed mechanicals
from foreign mechanical rights societies. It

is not uncommon to find on these lists

names of such well-known publishers as

Elvis Presley Music, Hudson Bay Music,

and even Chappell or UA.

Recordkeeping Errors

How does this happen? "The problem

;
you have with the large organizations,”

' replied Gite Hofer, president of CSB, "is in

recordkeeping, maintaining and updating

records for each territory. And that’s why on
some of these lists you’ll see Chappell or

' UA unclaimed. In England, RCA was ac-

tually looking for its own (publishing) com-
pany!”

Human error is responsible for many of

I

these problems, added Walter Hofer, Gite’s

lawyer husband and chairman of CSB.
Sometimes mechanical societies will mis-

spell a publisher's name or reverse a num-
ber. In addition, he pointed out, a record
may be issued in a foreign country with a

"B” side that is different from the "B” side

on the U.S. issue, and the switch may go un-

, noticed. In some cases, foreign labels will

i even substitute individual album tracks for

the originals without informing anyone.
Computers can malfunction, too, Hofer

pointed out. CSB clients have received

statements bfted on printouts on which the

multiplication, the license rate, and/or the

number of a publisher’s songs on an album
was in error.

Audit Policies Differ

These types of errors aside, it is the

responsibility of an international music
publisher to see that all of its clients are

receiving a proper accounting from

I

mechanical societies and subpublishers.

The large publishing houses surveyed by
Cash Box indicated that they felt they were
doing all that could reasonably be expected
on behalf of their clients. However, there

was a wide range of opinion about how
overseas mechanicals could be most ef-

ficiently collected.

Asked whether or not his company
regularly audits its worldwide affiliates and
licensees, for example, Ed Silvers, presi-

dent of Warner Brothers Music, noted that,

"You can’t be a good businessman without

continual audits of the people you do
business with, including your own com-
panies . . . We do it constantly and with a

constant vigilance to the people we’re in

business with.” He added that this was “not

only practical, but necessary for the
reassurance of the people (publishers)

you’re licensing,”

Part of the reason, apparently, why War-

Houses Rebut
ner Bros, watches its overseas represen-

tatives very closely is that it doesn’t own all

of them. In contrast, UA and Chappell own
all of their subpublishers, either partially or

outright. (In Italy, Belgium, Sweden and
Brazil, UA-owned publishing firms are

managed by outside companies.)

Ed Slattery, director of business affairs

for tlie UA Music Publishing Group, said, “I

think we watch our people very closely, and
we keep them well-informed. Every com-
position that we copyright is mailed to every

affiliate we have in the world within seven
days, and each of our local copyright

departments will then register the song with

their mechanical society. If that is done and
(unclaimed) income accrues in that coun-
try, then either the local collection agency is

not doing its job or it has to go out and audit

record companies.”
Slattery admitted, though, that

UA"rarely” audits overseas labels. “I can’t

say we watch every record — if somebody
puts ‘Over The Rainbow’ on an album. I’m

not sure we’d check that deeply. But ob-

viously we’re aware of current U.S.
recordings. If they don’t show up foreign,

we would be positive to pick it up.”

On an ongoing basis, Robinson con-

tinued, each of Chappell’s subpublishers

has its own method of checking up on the

local mechanical society, “and that method
is as correct as it could be in any particular

country.” He pointed out that, even in the

U.S., where most publishers license their

mechanical rights to The Harry Fox Agency,
“the only way to check that you’re getting all

your mechanicals is to check every state-

ment that comes in against a license. And in

the U.S., I venture to say that most com-
panies, unless they’re tiny, don’t have a way
of doing that.”

Chappell has a large copyright staff in

London, and Robinson believed that they

are “adequately equipped" to oversee
collections for the hundreds of publishers

with whom Chappell has worldwide deals.

All the major publishing houses stay in

close touch with the international record

companies, Robinson noted, and they
probably can have more influence than a

small publisher with a company that isn't

doing its job properly. Furthermore, he
added, "only one piece of evidence” that a

client is losing money from a particular

label is required in order to get Chappell to

audit that company.
“Many times we find not that the money

isn’t being paid,” Robinson commented,
"but that it's being paid at the wrong rate or

paid on six songs on an album and four

dropped off someplace.
“The record companies have a lot to take

care of, and they make mistakes like

anybody else. In most instances, I’d say
they’re totally unintentional; and when we
point out such a thing to them, they’re quick
to rectify it.”

Alternative Publishing Deals
Not all small and medium-sized

publishers use the services of Harry Fox or

one of the big international publishers.

Some have individual deals with different

publishers in different territories; others

collect directly from mechanical societies

(although in some areas, including Scan-
dinavia, the societies will only collect for

publisher members); and a third group de-
pends on various kinds of administrators to

look after their worldwide rights.

In the latter category are the approx-
imately 500 publishing entities represented
by the Copyright Service Bureau (CSB).
Founded in 1962 by Walter and Gite Hofer,

CSB, which at one time handled the Beatles

catalog, has expanded from a collection

agency into an all-purpose administrator.

Last year, the firm collected gross
receipts for its clients of approximately $3.8
million. (In comparison, Harry Fox’s gross
receipts for 1976 have been estimated at

over $53 million, including U.S. income.)
Walter Hofer said hewantsto limitthefirm’s

nearly every mechanical rights society in

CSB prides itself on being more the world
thorough than most collection agents
abroad. For example, according to Waiter

Hofer, CSB dug up 100,000 Swedish
kronen for Johnny Rivers, "which had been
sitting there unclaimed by his major
publisher.” And CBS is currently watching
the progress of 16 Scandinavian cover ver-

sions of “Torn Between Two Lovers,” which
was a big U.S. hitfor Mary MacGregor. Cne
of the Swedish artists who is covering the

tune, said Walter Hofer, can be expected to

sell no less than 200,000 copies, “so we’ll

look for that kind of money coming in to our

publisher.”

Unlike Harry Fox, CSB files "each and
every song in every country” with the local

mechanical rights society. Currently, CSB
has offices in Brazil, Japan, Germany, the

U.K., Australia, France, Scandinavia and
Mexico. This year, it is establishing new of-

fices in Argentina and South Africa,

Besides collecting performing and
mechanical royalties, CSB offers services

that range from auditing licensees and
maintaining registered offices for clients to

preparing basic legal agreements and
looking after clients’ books. In addition,

CSB will arrange subpublishing deals for

customers in any area of the world, and will

supervise the subpublishers’ collections.

"If we have a subpublisher,” Walter Hofer

points out, “we strictly enforce one thing,

which is to get copies of every bloody local

record that comes out, every piece of sheet

music and so on. Everything tells us a story.

Because if somebody has printed sheet
music in a territory — especially in Europe
— we know we’re going to get performing

royalties. If we don’t have sheet music,
there’s a very slim chance. And if we see a

local recording, we now know the (cover) ti-

tle.”

CSB enters into six-month, renewable
contracts with its clients. If a publisher

wants to avail himself of all of CSB’s ser-

vices, including quarterly royalty state-

ments and semi-annual statements to co-
publishers, subpublishers and writers, the

agency’s fee ranges from seven to ten per-

cent, depending on the size of receipts. If

the client merely wants mechanicals and
synchronization fees collected, the fee is

from five to seven percent.

Other Agencies
Another method of collecting overseas

mechanicals is to go through the American
Mechanical Rights Society (AMRA). Based

Rosalie W. Miller, president of AMRA.
stated that, when a publisher joins AMRA.
their name is automatically announced to

rights societies around the world, which
might then find some unclaimed
mechanicals for that publisher.
AMRA currently represents about 300

American publishers and 15 U.S. writers

abroad. In addition, it collects mechanicals
here for the rights societies of 1 7 European
countries.

The most astonishing fact about AMRA is

that it doesn’t charge a fee for collecting

overseas mechanicals. It simply receives

statements from foreign societies, trans-

lates foreign currency amounts into dollars,

and sends its customers a check. AMRA
makes its money by representing foreign

publishers here for a 10 percent fee, and by
collecting mechanicals in the U.S. for

American publishers at a rate of five per-

cent.

The Mietus Copyright Bureau represents

about 80 publishers abroad in return for ten

percent of gross receipts. In most cases,

said Leonard Mietus, the firm’s principal,

he represents his clients in the U.S. as well

as overseas. “We’re smaller than others,

but we feel we do a more comprehensive
job” he said.

Mietus observed that foreign mechanical
societies "do one whale of a job in

collecting, but they don’t promote your
record. So in some areas where I think my
clients need promotion, I go by a sub-
publisher for the promotional activities . .

.”

Sometimes, Mietus noted, it doesn’t pay
a publisher or writer to give up part of his

copyright to a subpublisher. For example,
he said, "I wouldn’t advise Herbie Mann to

have a subpublisher in Scandinavia or in

Germany, because it’s the Herbie Mann
record that’s really being played there. It’s

not likely that another Herbie Mann isgoing

to come out of Germany and play that song.

So the publisher who represents Herbie
Mann in Germany is not likely to do much
more (than the mechanical society).”

If a publisher has an administrator and a

subpublisher, he is not likely to get a very

large percentage of the royalties after the

mechanical society has taken its cut, which
averages about 15 percent. However,
Mietus noted, “If the administrator is good,
he will earn his money, because he will

badger the subpublisher to death for the

lack of income coming in. So it probably

pays the man to have an administrator."

would not be an unwarranted windfall for

performers or record companies. The per-

formance right should be included in the

Federal copyright statute, in the form of

compulsory licensing, with performers and
record producers both benefiting, she con-

cluded.

Draft Bill

The Register’s draft bill revises the

Danielson Bill in the following important

ways; The definition of "perform” is amend-
ed to include sound recordings; the exemp-
tion for public broadcasting in section 114

is retained: the jobs of distributing royalties

and adjusting rates are entrusted to the

Copyright Royalty Tribunal; and unlike the

Danielson Bill, the draft bill restores the

possibility of criminal penalties for users

who don’t comply with the compulsory
licensing requirements.

However, the rate system and amounts
are the same as proposed in the Danielson

Bill. “The compulsory licensing rates for

jukebox and cable performances are not

increased in sections 116 and 111, so the

beneficiaries of those sections would be re-

quired to share their pot with performers
and record producers,” the report said.

The draft bill also assumes all licensing

will be compulsory, not negotiated as

suggested in H.R. 6063. Concerning the SO-

SO split between performers and copyright

owners, the Danielson Bill didn’t come to

employees for hire. Ringer said. The draft

bill gives at least S0% of the royalties to per-

formers on a per capita basis, regardless of

their employment status, but allows perfor-

mers to negotiate for more — not less —
than a S0% share. And like the Danielson
Bill, the draft bill provides outright exemp-
tions to smaller radio and television sta-

tions and music services, and establishes

options for payment on either a prorated
basis (a fraction of a percent of the station's

net advertising receipts) or on a blanket
basis scaled to the station’s gross receipts.

Finally, Ringer held out the possibility

that the 1 961 Rome Convention — the Inter-

national Convention for the Protection of

'

Performers, Producers of Phonograms,
and Broadcasting Organizations — is still

vital and should be adherred to by the U.S.

Also submitted to Congress last week as
addenda to the Register’s report were a
study by an independent legal consultant
on the history of labor union involvement
with the issue of performance royalties over
the past 30 years; a response to comments
on the initial economic analysis of the
proposed right, and a bibliography on per-
formance rights.

Ringer is due to field questions on her
report on March 21 when she appears
before the House Judiciary Subcommittee
here. Broadcast representatives will have a
chance to counter the Register's conclu-
sions at hearings which the subcommittee

only three or four executives in the whole

company, and Jack made me an offer I

couldn’t refuse. It wasn’t the dollars; it was
the opportunity to really learn the business
— to become a record man rather than just

a lawyer who functioned in the business.”

A year later Elektra exploded on the rock

scene with the emergence of groups like

Love and the Doors, and Harris’ respon-

sibilities increased accordingly. Besides

conducting virtually all the company’s
business negotiations, he turned around
Elektra’s floundering publishing com-
panies (which included signing a then un-

known songwriter named Jackson Browne)
and ran its international operation as well.

In retrospect, Harris looks upon his ex-

perience at Elektra as the pivotal point in

his career.

“It was a tremendously interesting grow-
ing and learning experience for me,” he

says. “I’d spend the better part of three

months a year overseas, determining who
we'd make the deals with, planning
marketing campaigns with our foreign

companies and understanding the inter-

national record market. Having total

responsibility for the music publishing divi-

sion really immersed me into the world of

singer-songwriters on an artistic and, ul-

timately, recording level.”

Forms Label

From Elektra, Harris went on to form his

own label, Ampex Records. A partially-

owned subsidiary of Ampex Corp., Ampex
Records folded after only a couple of years;

it was simply a matter of a company not be-

ing able to develop to its fullest potential,

according to Harris. “We were the first rec-

ord company to sign and record Todd
Rundgren,” he recalls. "We were the first

record company to sign and put out

records by Jesse Winchester, and one year

we had the biggest selling Broadway cast

album. The only disappointment was that it

didn’t have time to develop the potential

that was there.”

Following a four-month respite, Harris

re-joined CBS in 1971 as vice president of

business affairs for Columbia Records.
Why CBS? “Because I had seen enough of

various record companies, and to me no

other company has the quality of personnel

and strength that CBS has,” he says. Sub-
sequently he was promoted to vice presi-

dent of business affairs and administration,

a position he held until Portrait was formed
in July 1976.

Conceived as a small boutique label with

the marketing muscle of an industry giant

behind it. Portrait is the embodiment of

what Harris feels a record company should

be. "It was an immediate emotional
marriage of my own feelings about the

record industry,” he says. “That is, a small

label that can be very selective and give

each of its artists a solid commitment in

terms of time and energy. That’s what
Elektra was; that’s what Ampex was. So,

that concept appealed to me tremendously.
Now I’ve got not only the same ideals, but I

can deliver because of the strength of the

CBS marketing operation.

“One of the great misconceptions about
Portrait is that we are just going to be sign-

ing established artists,” Harris continues.

Indeed, new and established artists are
equally represented on Portrait’s current

roster, which now stands at 10 with the re-

cently announced signing of Ringo Starr.

Moreover, the lineup reflects Harris' own
highly eclectic musical tastes: Joan Baez is

the folk movement personified; Burton
Cummings and Paul Williams are two of to-

day’s premier sjnger-songwriters; Heart

and the Australian band Finch are un-

abashed rockers: and Starr not only helped
change the course of modern music but

also had a profound impact on social mores
here and abroad.

While he concedes that running a record

company is “a lot more fun than selling

shoes or being a corporate finance lawyer,”

Harris notes: “You can never lose sight of

the fact that it’s a job and you’d better give it

the same professionalism you expect from
your artists.”

Typical Day
A typical day for Harris begins at 7 a.m.

with a phone call to CBS headquarters in

New York. That usually lasts for a couple of

hours, and he arrives at his Century City of-

fice between 9:15 and 10. His schedule for

the rest of the day varies considerably,

whether he's developing a campaign with

the marketing department, going over
artist-related matters with A&R chief Lome
Saifer or monitoring sales reports from the

field staff.

“I don’t see myself as the person who
does everything,” Harris says. “I believe in

hiring very professional, very competent
people whose philosophies are com-
patable and giving them a specific area of

responsibility. My job as an executive is to

find those kind of people, create an at-

mosphere that is conducive to bringing out

the best in them while providing guidance
and a sense of perspective.”

Aside from spending time with his wife

Randy and their four children, Harris lists

photography and sportfishing as his

favorite leisure time activities. He is also a

voracious reader, whose literary taste runs

the gamut from Alistair Maclean spy
thrillers to Shakespeare.

In recent years the charge has been
leveled at the recording industry that it is

controlled too much by lawyers and ac-

countants. As a result, industry critics say,

what should be a creative enterprise suffers

from excessive preoccupation with the bot-

tom line. As one who came up through the

ranks of the legal department and business

affairs, Harris is sensitive to such accusa-
tions.

“I understand the criticism,” he says,

“and I think it’s valid in some respects. What
we are dealing with is a very difficult

marriage — art and business. In order to

reconcile the two, it seems to me the first

step is to recognize that a gap exists. If you
accept that fact, and try to see things the

way the other guy does — which involves

understanding what motivates the artist —
you can bridge the gap and it is no longer a

problem.”

Dan Milham, vice president of advertis-

ing and promotion for Tape City in the host

city of New Orleans, listed bar coding
systems and tape packaging as his key pro-

jects. Both areas are slated to get heavy
convention attention.

“A lot of local merchants are curious as
to what it takes to get involved in bar-

coding. Some stores around the country
have equipment that reads the codes and
makes computerized inventory adjust-
ments, but we don't have that in New
Orleans," Milham said. “One of the advan-
tages for us is that when an item is rung up.

it not only puts the price in the register win-
dow but removes that item from the inven-

tory at that moment, and we get an exact
count up to the last buyer.”

Milham also said he looked forward to

having some of his questions on standard-
ized tape packaging answered

‘Image’ Promotions
Milham concluded that over the past few

months. Tape City has changed its attitude

toward advertising low record prices. A
higher concentration on TV and news-
paper image promotion, he said, has meant
fewer records at “move-out prices.” Tape
City has also joined other retailers around

,

the country in increasing its emphasis on
audio equipment. The cross-merchandis-
ing of records and equipment has been a

focus of NARM over the past eight months.
The problems of the mom-and-pop

stores in securing credit and manufacturer
attention, the rise in defective LPs, and new
modes of in-store merchandising were all

cited as NARM issues of interest.

* Merchandising Tools
Among the new merchandising tools ex-

pected to generate the most excitement
this year is the videocassette recording
(Cash Box, March 18). Questions such as
whether to use the V2 " or tape and who
will pick up the extra cost will be discussed
at the public seminars. The use of

“sounding boards” and samplers at the

point-of-purchase will also likely be topics

of public interest.

A number of large retailers, including

George Levy of the Sam Goody chain, said

they hoped to exchange creative ap-
proaches to television advertising, which
over the past year has become a more im-
portant record advertising medium in ma-
jor markets.

‘New Spirit’

A number of surveyed members ex-

pressed enthusiasm over what they termed
a “new spirit” at NARM. However, even with

the impressive agenda, several members
admitted candidly that their main purpose
was to socialize with old friends and com-
petitors.

A west coast distributor, who asked to re-

main anonymous, said it was impossible to

“resolve anything” at a NARM convention.
“You can’t discuss a thing without getting

into trouble. If you do resolve something,
it's probably against some federal law.”

No NARM members queried by Cash
Box mentioned the continuing Los
Angeles-based federal probe into industry

practices (Cash Box, March 12, 1977). Last

year at this time, the grand jury investiga-

tion cast a pall over the entire NARM
meeting, restricting all pricing discussion.

doing only regional meetings or market
research . . . that’s the only way we can ac-
complish everything we want to do.”

Financially, Cohen expressed the goal of

any non-profit corporation to break even,
“Obviously, because of all the new activites
we started this year, we’re going to lose
money.

This board
has been so supportive of these efforts.

And, of course, everything that we even-

The past 10 months of NARM work, said

Cohen, have “been the most challenging
and rewarding of my life.”

But we’re just getting started.”

Closed Circuit Concert
System Gets Preview
LOS ANGELES — The first installation in a
theatre of Worldstage’s live two-way
audio/video closed circuit concert system
was previewd March 9 at the Aquarius
Theatre here. The system, according to its

promoters, allows the projection of a live

color video feed onto a screen up to 100-
plus feet wide and SOfeethigh. Projection is

accomplished via a Super Eidophor pro-
jector which produces an extremely bright,

sharp image.

point where mass merchants involved in

Look At Competition
Fred T raub, vice president of purchasing

for Record Bar, spoke on behalf of NARM
board member Barrie Bergman, the chain’s

president. Traub said Record Bar’s major
aim at the convention would be to “look at

what the competition is doing” in terms of

maintaining profitability in the face of these
wholesale price increases.

“We are interested in maintaining our
current sales momentum,” Traub said.

“And we intend to advise the manufac-
turers of our concern with the possible ef-

fect of their pricing policies on our sales.”

Traub pointed out that a number of low-

priced retailers would now be forced to

raise prices, and would then be faced with

image problems. Many major retailers, he
noted, will have to make “fundamental
marketing decisions” if they are forced “to

go up over the next dollar figure.”

Discussion at NARM, noted Traub, would
concern the industry’s evolution into a

business where list price and cost price dif-

fer as little as 10-15%.
David Siebert, the Arkansas-based rack

jobber and NARM director, cited both the

wholesale pricing and video advertising as
major national concerns. "Somewhere
along the line,” he suggested, “manufac-
turer prices will have to be resolved.”
Meanwhile, he concluded, the validity of the

functional rack discount will serve as the

old “standby” topic of conversation.

BMRB Hype Scandal Spawns
New Chart Tallied By Gallup
LONDON — In the wake of the chart hyping

scandal, it has been announced that a con-

sortium of interested parties has com-
missioned a new chart, to be researched by

national market research company Gallup.

Initially the chart will be

used by commercial radio stations in Lon-

don, Glasgow, Newcastle, Wolverhamp-

ton, Edinburgh and Teeside. Publisher of

Record and Radio News, Greg Thain will

head the consortium known as the Ricio In-

dependent Records Charts Research Com-
pany Ltd., and other consortium members
include the local radio stations mentioned

and Melody Maker. The chart, which will be

a Top 100 Singles chart and Top 60

Albums, will be prepared on a mixture of

sales and airplay, differing from the British

Market Research Bureau which uses only

sales. The top 25 positions will be 100%
sales, 26 to 50 will be 1 5% airplay and 85%
sales, 51 to 75 will be 25% airplay and 75%
sales and 76 to 100 will be 35% airplay and

65% sales. Returns on sales will be

received from 1000 independent record

retail outlets, of which a random sample of

500 will be used to compile the final chart.

Following the Cash Box idea of producing a

regional area chart, this new chart will be

compiling regional charts in the areas of

Scotland, The North East, the North West,

Yorkshire, the Midlands, the South Wales

and West country and London.

press of chart hyping in England, the

general council of the BPI have met to

discuss the allegations. Although hyping is

not denied, in a statement published from
the BPI, the council criticizes the
widespread coverage and allegations of

some national newspapers. The council

was agreed that in the lower placings of the

chart it would be possible for companies to

hype a record a few positions, but in the

Top 30 section, they state that this would be
impossible. The statement also reported

that enquiries had been made with market
research companies to find a way of im-

proving the lower end accuracy of the chart.

The newpapers Involved in breaking the

“scandal” have remained quiet on the sub-

ject this week. The BPI has asked these

papers to submit to them documentary
evidence of the allegations, which the BPI

state they have not received. British trade

paper Music Week, which contributes $40,-

000 towards the cost of preparing the chart,

has said that they are willing to pay more
towards the cost for a more accurate chart.

They have also attacked the national

newspapers concerned on their front page
this week, commenting that Fleet Street

was trying to discredit the music industry.

Industry feeling over here is that although

lower placings may be slightly inaccurate,

this chart is still one of the most accurate in

the world, and that the hyping is on a far

lesser scale than reported.

Canada’s‘Heavy Metar Bands
Are Thriving On Texas Radio

TORONTO — While Canadian "heavy
metal” bands have for years struggled to

achieve recognition in their homeland,
Texas is proving to be a more than willing

market for their music.

Although Toronto hard rock bands like

Rush, Triumph and Moxy have been snub-

bed by local radio programmers, San An-

tonio stations KMAC and KISS-FM have
been fervently supporting Canadian metal

music.

"I don't know what it is,” says Joe
Anthony, program director for

KMAC/KISS-FM, "but Canadian bands
have a special quality that endears them to

our listeners here in Texas. There’s a

definite 'sound' predominant in their music.

They have a flair for performing, as well.”

Anthony and fellow program director

Lou Roney share the noon to six spot on

KMAC/KISS, during which they simulcast

hard rock to a potential audience of 5,000,-

000 listeners daily. "There’s no way of

knowing how much exposure bands like

Triumph, April Wine and Rush have re-

ceived,” says Anthony, “but through the

“To know how much Canadian rock has

caught on, you just have to look at the rec-

ord sales in thistown. IntheTop Five selling

albums, you'll find the latest Rush album,

the new Triumph album, and the new April

Wine album, all Canadian discs. In the Top
10 is the album by the Hunt, and in the Top
20 is the Pat Travers album. Canada is

making a really significant impact on the

Texas music scene that really can't be
ignored any longer.”

Still DBpressing

But, while Texas rock stations are be-

ginning to follow the KMAC/KISS cue in

programming Canadian music, athomethe
situation is still depressing for upstart

Canadian bands. Albums by Rush and
Triumph are receiving precious little air-

play, with the exception of AM-oriented

cuts on each album. And, in spite of strong

followings in this town for each band, radio

seems to be putting its foot down on playing

either band regularly.

“Toronto FM stations go for easy listen-

ing things’,” says Rik Emmett, guitarist and
lead vocalist for Triumph. "It’s funny,

because Rush can do two sellout Maple
Leaf Gardens shows (at Christmas), Blue

Oyster Cult can play here, Ted Nugent can

play here, we can play here. All the gigs are

extremely successful, but the program-
mers live in a world of their own. They never

come out to the shows to see for them-

selves. If they did, they’d find that hard rock

is thriving in Toronto.”
KMAC/KISS first began supporting

Canadian hard rock four years ago, when
they played the debut album from an un-

known Toronto group called Rush. "People
hadn't heard of the hand down here,” says
Anthony. “In fact, it was hard to get people
in Canada to talk knowledgeably about the

Record Output Drops
In Japan For January
TOKYO — According to the Japan
Phonograph Record Association, the total

output of records in Jan. 1978 in Japan has

decreased in both volume and value in

comparison with the previous month.
The total output of records for Jan. in

Japan was 15.7 million copies, 14 per cent

decrease from the previous month while 1

per cent less than the same month of the

previous year. At the same time, this result

represented, in money, 14 billion yen, a 19

per cent drop from the previous month.
This result was 7 per cent up in contrast

with the same month of the previous year.

The remarkable decrease in both volume
and money from the previous month (Dec.

1977) appeared to be a drop-off from the

holiday buying spree period. Although LP
volume decreased by 23 per cent from the

previous month, total sales increased both

in volume and money in comparison with

the same month of the previous year while

singles volume has decreased in com-
parison with last year.

East Coastings/ Points West

Canada’s‘Heavy Metal Bands
Are Thriving On Texas Radio
(cnntinued from page 84)

group. But we played it, and our listeners

just loved it. The album sold well as an im-

port, and eventually we brought the band

down here for some concerts. The rest, as it

turns out, is history. We did the same thing

with Triumph and Moxy, and both are head-

line acts here now. In fact, the second last

Moxy tour had Boston and Foreigner as

opening acts in some Texas cities. Triumph

is practically a legend down here.”

Success Spread
The success of the bands in San Antonio

has eventually spread to other Texas cities.

“The more conservative stations in

Houston and Dallas are now beginning to

realize the popularity of these bands," says

Anthony, “and they’re finding they can no

longer ignore the bands. Rush is probably

the most popular band in Texas right now.”

"In Texas,” says Triumph’s Rik Emmett,

“the radio guys are in tune with the street.

They also are in touch with the record peo-

ple, and the concert promoters, and they’re

all tied in tightly, so that they’re really ef-

ficient in presenting new acts. That’s the

key, I think. They want to present new
bands constantly. They like change, they

don’t flog the hell out of Fleetwood Mac
albums and Peter Frampton. Toronto

hasn’t really found that out yet. They don't

realize that if they don’t start presenting and

promoting new bands, there won’t be any

around any more. You’ll make it impossible

for anyone to get a start in the business.”

Promoting Canadian Groups
At KMAC/KISS, they are looking towards

developing even more Canadian bands.

“Although we want to get away from
promoting Canadian groups,” says Joe

Anthony, “it’s hard not to be interested in

promoting something you know other peo-
pie like, but which other promoters are un-

willing to promote.”
The success of heavy metal from Canada

is not a short-term one, either, says
Anthony. “We can see a particular Cana-
dian rock ‘sound’ emerging now, just like

there is a distinct Texas sound in Z.Z. Top.

Rush, Triumph, Moxy and Pat Travers are

all representatives of the Canadian sound.

It’s a rather curious blend of English and
American rock, but it’s distinct on its own.

Our listeners can phone up and tell us that

we’re playing a Canadian album, even
when we don’t tell them.”

Irony

The most ironical aspect of KM AC/KISS-
FM’s success with Canadian rock is in

Anthony’s intentions to syndicate his and
Roney’s noon to six show, and export it to

Canada. “If they can’t play it themselves,”

he quips, “we’ll play it for them.” So far, he

says, initial interest in the show is en-

couraging.
