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EDITORIAL 
On Business And Art 

The record business is based on music. This sim- 
ple fact can be forgotten in the context of many 
business conversations or as one scans the trades. 
But this business begins in the imagination of a 
musical artist. 

There is a natural curiosity in the trade about dis- 
tribution agreements, marketing campaigns and ex- 
ecutive shuffling among other things. These factors 
are important and should be reported and ac- 
knowledged as such changes directly affect the 
success of any particular record at any particular 
time. But often times, these items outweigh any 
significance to the artistic endeavor. 

We are not in the shoe business or the automo- 
bile business. We are selling an intangible, far from 
a luxury in a budget. Few people can truly explain 
how it is created or even how and why it is enjoyed. 

Some marketing techniques that are used for other 
products can also be applied to records, but once 
again the uniqueness of the artistic abstract war- 
rants a special kind of attention. 

While more artists have the opportunity to show- 
case their talents in this day and age, there are still 
many talented people in all facets of the business 
going unrecognized. The current flood of talent has 
created a survival of the fittest atmosphere which is 
dependent upon a variety of factors, not always 
related. 

The bottom line is that the artist is often the forgot- 
ten factor in the complex process of selling music 
and records. And thanks to those creative people, 
we can say that we sell a product that is thought -pro- 
voking and intended to please. 

And it's not even illegal.

Jerry Wagner, president of CTI Records. 
termed the present status of CTI "a highly 
complex situation," but stressed that the 
company is "still in business." A spot sur- 
vey of independent distributors and 
retailers across the country confirmed that 
product flow from the company is continu- 
ing. 

Another complication in the affair is a 
series of ongoing lawsuits between CTI and 
Motown, dating back to a now -defunct dis- 
tribution agreement between the com- 
panies two years ago. 

Barney Ales, president of Motown 
Records, had no comment regarding CTI. 
Wagner, however, stated that the Motown 
lawsuit was "not helpful" to CTI's current 
status. 

Curb Successful In Bid 
For Rep. Nomination 
LOS ANGELES - Mike Curb, president 
of Warner/Curb Records, won the 
Republican nomination for lieutenant 
governor in the June 6 California 
primary. 

Curb received 1,219,878 votes, or 
54% of the total ballots cast, in defeating 
State Assemblyman Mike Antonovich 
for the right to face Democratic incum- 
bant Mervyn Dymally in the November 
finals.

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Legislation calling 
for a major overhaul of the federal com- 
munications law was introduced June 7 by 
Rep. Lionel Van Deerling (D -Cal.), chair- 
man of the House Communications Sub- 
committee, and John Frey (R -Fla.), its rank- 
ing minority member. 

The proposed bill offers an apparent 
trade-off to broadcasters: the establish- 
ment of a "spectrum" use fee, which is op- 
posed by the National Assn. of Broad- 
casters, among others; and a recurring 
theme of deregulation, particularly for 
radio. 

The sponsors anticipate six weeks of 
hearings on the bill this summer. Optimistic 
projections for floor activity on the bill are 
for next term (1979-80), but many obser- 
vers believe the proposed revision is so 
sweeping that passage will take years. 

Broadcast Components 
The bill would abolish the FCC and 

replace it with a Communications 
Regulatory Commission (CRC) composed 
of five commissioners, as opposed to the 
FCC's seven. Either house of Congress 
would have 60 days to disapprove a 
Presidential nomination to the CRC. A new 
limit to the length of service would be en- 
acted whereby commissioners would be 
appointed to 10 -year terms and limited to 
one term, unless appointed to fill a vacancy 
in which the unexpired term was less than 
five years. No more than three members 
from the same political party would be 
allowed to serve on the CRC at the same 
time. 

A highly controversial item in the rewrite, 
Section 413, is the establishment of a 
license fee (or spectrum use fee) based on 

the cost of processing the license and the 
scarcity value of the spectrum. Separate 
fee schedules for each broadcasting ser- 
vice would be established, to be phased in 
over 10 years in increments of 10 percent a 
year. NAB views the suggested fee as a tax 
and has announced its intention to fight the 
proposal. 

Under the bill, the money collected from 
such fees would be channeled into three 
areas: to cover operating costs of the CRC; 
to support a new public broadcasting entity 
(the Corporation for Public Broadcasting 
would be dismantled and replaced by a 
Public Telecommunications Programming 
Endowment with a budget of $200 million 
for fiscal years 1980-83); and to support 
rural telecommunications and minority 
ownership loan funds. 

Deregulation Provision 
The bill proposes measures to 

deregulate the industry. License renewals 
(currently required at three-year intervals 
depite broadcaster pleas for longer terms) 
would be dropped entirely for radio. Sta- 
tions would be licensed for indefinite 
periods subject only to revocation on 
technical grounds. Television station 
licenses would be granted for five years, 
but the bill provides for indefinite license 
grants 10 years after the proposed legisla- 
tion is enacted. This, some broadcasters 
point out, is an inducement for industry 
support of the bill, a way to "sweeten the 
pill." 

The ascertainment requirement, which 
instructed broadcasters to address issues 
of local interest and has long been opposed 
by the NAB, would be thrown out under the 
Van Deerlin bill. The rewrite says the CRC

Black Radio Execs Concerned Over Arbitron 
Methodology, Looking Forward To New ESF 

by Joey Berlin 
LOS ANGELES - The accuracy of the Arb- 
itron survey methodology for measuring 
black audiences has been called into ques- 
tion by a growing number of black radio ex- 
ecutives recently. Arbitron critics say the 
ratings service excludes large groups of 
listeners and is often improperly weighted, 
although most believe the Expanded Sam- 
ple Frame (ESF) Arbritron is planning to im- 
plement will go a long way towards 
alleviating the problem. 

"We feel Arbitron's current methods dis- 
criminate in a number of ways," says 
Dorothy E. Brunson, general manager of 

WBLS in New York, the nation's most 
listened -to FM station, according to Arbi- 
tron. "We don't believe they are weighting 
their responses properly. For example, 
they have New York City pegged at 14.9 
percent black. But New York state is 15 per- 
cent black, so how can the city be 14.9? 

'Excludes Most Listeners' 
"And their sampling excludes most radio 

listeners if it is filled out by only one person 
in a household," continues Brunson. "A 
parent may not know what the older teens 
or young adults living at home are listening 
to." 

KKSS/St. Louis operations manager Al 
Ramirez agrees that Arbitron is inaccurate

in measuring black audiences and cites two 
reasons why. 

Misses Students 
"We have four or five major universities 

here that go virtually unmeasured," in- 
dicates Ramirez. "Many of these students 
are black, and many others are listening to 
black -formatted radio. Also being ignored 
are people with unlisted telephone num- 
bers, and a very high percentage of those 
people are black. These are severe detri- 
ments when you try and measure 18-24s 
and blacks." 

Another Concern 
Another commonly -voiced concern is 

the belief that blacks are less likely to 
properly return and fill out ratings diaries 
than whites. But a spokesman for Arbitron 
points out that in markets where there is a 
black -formatted station or in areas where 
blacks make up 15 or more percent of the 
population, telephone retrieval of listening 
information is used to improve accuracy. 
Telephone retrieval is now used in more 
than 65 markets. 

But Gary Price, general manager of 
KDAY in Los Angeles, notes another 
problem with telephone retrieval. 

"When you measure quarter hours by 
recall over the telephone, people usually 
have trouble remembering exactly what 
they listened to 24 or 48 hours ago," says 
Price. "And telephone retrieval doesn't ad- 
dress the problem of college students living 
in dormitories or people with unlisted num- 
bers." 

Expanded Sample Frame 
Arbitron is currently planning to imple- 

ment a new research technique, the Ex- 
panded Sample Frame, as a means to ac -

Mangione Scores Biggest 
Jazz Album Since `Breezin' 
NEW YORK - Chuck Mangione's "Feels 
So Good," which has held onto the No.2 
spot on the Cash Box Top 100 Album Chart 
for three weeks, is enjoying the greatest 
pop success of any jazz album since 
George Benson's 1976 hit, "Breezin.' " But, 
while sales of both LPs were buoyed by the 
success of singles, the similarity between 
them ends there. Whereas Benson's 
crossover was strengthened by R&B sales, 
Mangione's base has been jazz and MOR. 

There have been additional differences. 
While Benson's record was an out -of -the - 
box smash, both pop and R&B, Mangione's 
was a slow process that exceeded the initial 
expectations of his label and overcame the 
resistance of program directors. 

Chart Odyssey 
Mangione's chart odyssey began in mid - 

October of last year with the release of the 
"Feels So Good" album on A&M. Mangione 
has typically had jazz acceptance, and the

Also in January, A&M's promotion 
department sent radio stations a 12 -inch 
EP of the album's title cut. Clocking at about 
four minutes, it was more accessible to 
AOR stations than its original eight -minute 
format, and more substantial than the two

Buddah/Arista Complaint Levels 
Charges Against Knight's Husband 
LOS ANGELES - Buddah Records and 
Arista Records jointly have filed a lawsuit 
against Barry Hankerson, Gladys Knight's 
husband, which asks in excess of $1.1 
million in actual and punitive damages. The 
suit also seeks to enjoin Hankerson from 
negotiating a new recording contract for 
Knight. 

The suit, filed June 1 in Los Angeles 
Superior Court, charges Hankerson with 
breach of contract, interference with con- 
tractual relations and unfair competition. 

In its breach of contract charge, the com- 
plaint alleges that Hankerson received a

that he has failed and refused to deliver the 
master recordings to Buddah. 

As part of a contract between Hankerson 
and Buddah, the action states, Hankerson 
was obligated to deliver the master from the 
session so Buddah could release an album 
by Edwards. Because of their agreement, 
according to the suit, "Hankerson is 
obligated to reimburse Buddah for all ex -

Foghat's musical roots are clear and 
classic: American blues and R&B. In fact, 
the band evolved from Savoy Brown, a 
classic rock -blues band of the '60s. 

When Savoy Brown broke up, it was a 
case of three of the four members leaving to 
start a new musical direction. After months 
of auditions, Rod Price became the 
guitarist in the new group, which was 
named after a fantasy character from one of 
the member's childhood. It wasn't long 
before the group was signed to Bearsville 
Records. In fact, it was the first rock group 
signed to the Albert Grossman -owned 
label. 

In their early years, Foghat became one 
of the most sought after opening acts. With 
the release of the "Energized" album in 
1974, aided by a switch to Premier Talent, 
Foghat broke wide open and had the first of 
five consecutive gold albums ("Rock And 
Roll Outlaws," "Foghat," "Night Shift" and 
"Fool For The City"). Their next album, 
"Foghat Live," was released in 1977.

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New Faces To Watch 

Michael Johnson 
His single, the first release on the new 

EMI -America label, may be bulleting up the 
pop chart (it's now #19 bullet), but don't 
look for Michael Johnson to start riding the 
talk show circuit to exploit his current 
success. Despite his extensive musical and 
theatrical background, Johnson plans to 
maintain a low profile in keeping with his 
musical and personal style. 

"I'm concerned with being able to live 
with my career," says Johnson. "I don't 
want to sell out, but I would like to achieve a 

degree of commercial success. On my up- 
coming album I came to grips with the 
problem by incorporating my idea of sen- 
suality, not sexuality, into the music. As a 

result, there's more of me in the new album 
than in my more esoteric stuff. I believe I 

can maintain this without sacrificing my 
integrity." 

Johnson's first recording contract was a 

one-shot single deal with Epic in 1964, the 
prize in a national talent contest he won 
while a sophomore in college. Two years 
later he went to Spain, where he studied 
classical guitar. "I could have studied 
classical guitar anywhere," explains 
Johnson, "but I was infatuated with Spain at 

the time." 
Soon after returning to the States, 

Johnson played with the Back Porch Ma- 
jority and later joined the (Chad) Mitchell 
Trio. One of his partners in the trio was John 
Denver. 

"It was a real education playing in that 
trio," remembers Johnson. "I learned about 
life on the road, but I also got bored with the 
material and the routine. Since single per- 
formers can change more easily than 
groups, I decided to move on." 

Johnson turned to the stage after leaving 
the Mitchell Trio, appearing in productions 
of "Jacques Brel ... " in New York, Los 
Angeles and Chicago. But music held too 
strong a hold on him. In 1970 Johnson 
moved to Minnesota and turned his atten- 
tion back to performing and recording. 

In 1972 he signed with Atlantic, who 
released Johnson's first LP, "There Is A 

Breeze." Later he recorded two albums for 
the midwest-based Sanskrit label, "For All 
You Mad Musicians" and "Ain't Dis Da 
Life." But it wasn't until late last year when 
Johnson teamed with producers Steve Gib- 
son and Brent Maher and recorded a two - 
song master in Nashville that things started 
happening. 

At the recommendation of Bill Traut and 
Jim Golden, Johnson took his tape to EMI - 
America, who quickly signed him. 

"The signing was like the old-time record 
business, it was so fast," says Johnson. 
"We sat down in their offices and six hours 
later the contract was signed. Nine days 
later the product was in the trucks and one 
day later the song was on the radio. 

"And then the response the record got 
was unreal. I've never seen a record com- 
pany do a better job promoting a record 
than EMI -America did with 'Bluer Than 
Blue.' " 

With his single high on the charts and his 
new album due out shortly, Johnson is 

looking ahead. He hopes to go out on tour 
in the fall, fronting a group for the first time 
in his career. 

Carlene Carter 
Given her rich musical heritage as a 

member of the Carter Family, one might ex- 
pect a country effort from Carlene Carter on 
her first solo LP. Instead, the singer's debut 
is distinguished by her collaboration with 
The Rumour (sans Graham Parker) in a 

setting that takes her miles away from 
Nashville and the stage of the Grand Ole 
Opry. 

Which is not to say that you can take the 
country out of the woman. "There isn't 
anything I sing that doesn't have a little 
country in it," she offers. "It's just 
something that's in my voice ... and soul, I 

guess." 
As the granddaughter of Mother 

Maybelle Carter, the great-niece of A.P. 
Carter and the daughter of June Carter and 
Carl ("Country Gentleman") Smith (Johnny 
Cash is her step -father), Carlene says that 
her family was "thrilled at the prospects of 
recording on my own." 

Ed Tickner, who manages Emmylou 
Harris, had met Carlene at one of the 
singer's concerts in Los Angeles last sum- 
mer, and invited her to a party for country 
radio personalities in Nashville several 
months later. In six weeks she was signed 
to Warner Brothers and flown to London's 
Eden Studios to record her album. Tickner 
and Martyn Smith, who co -manage 
Carlene, felt that The Rumour was the per- 
fect vehicle for her songs. 

"Everyone I knew really spoke highly of 
them, but I had never heard any of their 
recordings," she says of the band. "I had all 
sorts of visions about what they looked like. 
I had seen pictures of Graham, and he just 
looked terrifying. When I met him, though, 
he was this really sweet guy. And the rest of 
the group was the same way." 

The pairing worked so well, in fact, that 
Carlene and The Rumour will tour briefly in 
July with tentative dates set for the Bottom 
Line in New York, the Roxy in Los Angeles 
and Nashville's Exit In. But it was only after 
she parted with Dave Edmunds (originally 
slated to produce the album) that her 
collaboration with the group materialized. 

With the cancellation of a winter Rumour 
tour, Carlene cut "Who Needs Words" with 
pianist Bob Andrews and bassist Andrew 
Bodnar, "at which point I realized we could 
all work together." Steve Goulding later re- 
turned from Jamaica to play drums, and 
with guitarist Brinsley Schwarz, Carlené s 

band was complete. Parker even stopped 
by to harmonize on his "Between You And 
Me" from "Howlin' Wind." But where was 
Martin Belmont and his Flying Fender? 

"Ah, well, I had no idea he was also in the 
band," says Carlene but she vows that 
future plans with the group will definitely in- 
clude the guitarist. 

Carlene, who first appeared on a Johnny 
Cash LP singing "The Junkie And The 
Juicehead (Minus Me)" at age 19 (she's 
now 22 and the mother of two), grew up 
playing the piano and the guitar. After sign- 
ing with the House of Cash publishing com- 
pany upon her second divorce, she began 
to make demos of her own material. Four of 
her songs are represented on the new LP, 
as are songs by Alex Call, Tracy Nelson and 
Rodney Crowell, whose "Never Together 
But Close Sometimes" is her new single. 

NEW YORK - Tony Camillo has been 
around. The 37 -year -old producer, 
arranger and songwriter has worked on 
albums for such well-known artists as 
Gladys Knight and the Pips, Stevie Wonder, 
Dionne Warwicke, Richie Havens, Freda 
Payne, Martha Reeves, Sha Na Na and 
Grand Funk Railroad. He received a

Executives On The Move 
Indictments Obtained Against Ten In 
Westchester Theatre Investigation 
NEW YORK - The U.S. attorney's office for 
the Southern District of New York last week 
obtained indictments against 10 individuals 
in connection with the creation and opera- 
tion of the Westchester Theatre in 
Tarrytown, N.Y. The indictments, which 
were the result of lengthy investigations 
conducted in association with the New 
Rochelle office of the FBI and officials of the 
Internal Revenue Service, represented a 

number of Federal offenses, including 
racketeering, stock and bankruptcy fraud, 
and obstruction of justice. 
Those charged as the main conspirators 

were Eliot H. Weisman, Gregory J. 
DePalma, and Richard ("Nerves") Fusco. 
Others indicted were Murad Nersesian, 
Leonard Horwitz, Laurence I. Goodman, 
Salvatore J. Cannatella, Lewis Pacella, 
Anthony Gaggi and Thomas Marson. 

Pattern Of Racketeering 
Assistant U.S. attorney Nathaniel Aker - 

man, who presented the case to the grand 
jury, said that the defendants engaged in a 

pattern of racketeering activity by 
operating schemes to defraud the public, 
the SEC, and federal bankruptcy court. The 
indictments charged that DePalma, 
Weisman, and Fusco formed the 
Westchester Theatre Corp. in 1971, and 
that although Weisman, served as its presi- 
dent, he shared control and operation of 
the theatre with DePalma and Fusco, who 
were undisclosed principals.

In their attempt to sell the shares, 
indictment charges that the defendants 
filed statements with the SEC, which 
fraudulently omitted the financial interests 
of DePalma, Fusco and others. When the 
defendants were unable to sell the 
minimum number of shares, they used "a 
variety of fraudulent means to make it ap- 
pear as if the shares had been lawfully sold 
to the public." The indictment charged that 
among the ways they accomplished this 
were by giving cash bribes to individuals as 
an inducement to buy the stock, giving ex- 
tra stock under the table, and by placing 
stock in nominee names of individuals who 
actually had not purchased the stock. 

Skimming Receipts 
In addition, the indictment alleges that 

the defendants skimmed off receipts from 
concert tickets, the bar and other conces- 
sions. It was charged that the skimming 
operation led to the filing of a bankruptcy 
petition in December, 1976. When a 

bankruptcy judge ordered the theatre to 
stay in business as a debtor in charge of the 
operation, it was charged that the looting 
continued and that the defendants 
enriched themselves by this means. 

The indictment also alleges that tickets 
were sold for 61 permanent and 136 tem- 
porary folding seats which were not ac- 
counted for in the theatre's books. It was 
charged that sales were hidden for con- 
certs by Al Stewart, James Taylor, Paul 
Anka, and Frank Sinatra -Dean Martin dur- 
ing 1977.

Bob Dylan 

AMPHITHEATRE, L.A. - Who but Bob 
Dylan would dare to completely rework 
songs regarded as classics by an entire 
generation, giving them new chord 
progressions, new melodies and even new 
lyrics? And who but Bob Dylan could do it 
successfully? 

That Dylan continues to take such bold 
moves musically is as significant to his 
stature as an artist as his willingness over 
the years to tackle any subject lyrically. 

Throughout his two -hour -plus set, Dylan 
showed a side of his personality most peo- 
ple have never seen or even thought they 
would see. While in previous concert ap- 
pearances one or two "thank yous" was all 
the audience could expect to hear from 
him, this time he was more open and at 
times even charming with his patter bet- 

, ween songs. 
With "Ballad Of A Thin Man," for in- 

stance, Dylan chose to go with a Chicago 
blues treatment of the song rather than the 
sinister rock arrangement of the original. 
He even set his guitar down, took the mike 
from its stand and walked out to the edge of 
the stage, shaking hands with fans as he 
sang, "Something is happening, but you 
don't know what it is/Do you, Mr. Jones?" 

He changed the emotional tone of 
"Tangled Up In Blue" by slowing it down 
and singing a new, more eloquent melody. 
As a result, the song gained a more plan- 
tive, sentimental feeling than the original. 
The lamenting tenor sax solo by Steve 
Douglas perfectly supplemented the new 
arrangement. 

Much of the credit can be given to the 
eight -piece backup band, which supplied 
just the right instrumental texture Dylan re- 
quired, from the solo organ behind a 
powerful rendition of "I Want You," to the 
light, engaging country beat for "Mr. Tam- 
bourine Man." Three female black support 
vocalists added an R&B feel to several of 
the songs. 

Yet another surprise in an evening of sur- 
prises was that Dylan never picked up an 
acoustic guitar, instead sticking with an 
electric all night. And from the startled 
"oohs" and "aahs," many were obviously 
caught off guard when he launched into the 
wrathful "Masters Of War." 

He introduced songs from the forthcom- 
ing "Street Legal" album uncharac- 
teristically saying, "Here's a new song from 
my new album on Columbia Records." One 
of those songs, "Tales of Yankee Power," is 
in the enigmatic, story -telling mold he has 
mastered. 

From the new arrangements to his vocals 
(which recalled his early work as opposed 
to the 1974 tour with The Band or The Roll- 
ing Thunder Review) down to his flashy, 
silver -studded black leather outfit, Dylan 
avoided the safe route, but came away 
looking even better than had he just 
mouthed carbon copies of his records. 

When someone has built a legend as im- 
pressive as Dylan's, it is especially 
rewarding when they can continue to add to 
that legend and not just rest on past 
achievements. Bob Dylan unequivocally 
shows he is as vital today as he ever was.

Bruce Springsteen 

NASSAU COLISEUM, UNIONDALE, NY - 
"The Boss is Back," read the Springsteen 

T-shirt being hawked outside the Coliseum - and the capacity crowd inside the 
stadium testified to the truth of that state- 
ment. A year and a half after his last New 
York -area appearance, having just 
released his first album in three years, the 
uncrowned king of rock 'n' roll was about to 
take the stage. 

From the high energy of "Badlands," the 
opening number, through "Rosalita" and 
several encores, there was virtually no let- 
up in the three-hour set (which had one in- 
termission). Springsteen did half a dozen 
cuts from his new Columbia album, 
"Darkness On The Edge Of Town," in- 
cluding "Prove It All Night," "Racing In The 
Street" and "Adam Raised A Cain." Filling 
out the set were numerous selections from 
earlier albums, among them "Thunder 
Road," "Back Streets," "Born To Run," 
"Sandy," and "For You." 

Cavorting around the stage in a mis- 
matched suit, Springsteen seemed to be 
making fun of his nickname and of the 
whole star syndrome. But there was no mis- 
taking the fact that he was a star. When, 
toward the end of "Thunder Road," he 
clicked his heels in mid-air and shouted, 
"Let's go!," his pure charisma sent a thrill of 
excitement through the entire stadium. 

Much has been made of Springsteen's 
decision to resume playing lead guitar, 
relegating Miami Steve Van Zandt to the 
background. However, while Springsteen 
can be an exciting guitarist, the switch has 
not really affected the band's sound very 
much. The most dramatic result of Springs - 
teen's new role came in "Growing Up" from 
his first LP, where he and saxophonist 
Clarence Clemons traded equally powerful 
riffs. 

For sheer rock 'n' roll majesty, the Street 
Band is hard to beat. Besides Clemons, 
who really stepped out on "Spirit In The 
Night" and "The Promised Land," drummer 
Max Weinberg and pianist Roy Bittan 
delivered especially outstanding perfor- 
mances. Weinberg poured on the heat 
many times to create the Spectorish "wall of 
sound" for which Springsteen is known. 
And Bittan's carefully executed accom- 
paniment was a perfect setting for Spring- 
steen's singing on several numbers. 

Vocally, The Boss was in top form. On 
"Racing In The Street," for example, there 
was just that slight crack in his voice over 
Bittan's forlorn that make it seem alright. 
And, in "Adam Raised A Cain," his raunchy 
vocal was the touchstone of a truly tribal 
rock song. ken terry 

Neil Young 
BOARDING HOUSE, SAN FRANCISCO - 
Neil Young's first - and reportedly only - 
U.S. concert appearance of 1978 had a 
warmth and informality which made it seem 
more like a gathering of friends than just an 
artist performing his hits. 

While Young did several of his best- 
known songs from the past decade, he of- 
ten gave them new dimension by 
emphasizing words differently or 
punctuating phrases with unusual facial ex- 
pressions, bringing out the humor or satire 
of a particular verse. 

Alone on stage for roughly 75 minutes, 
Young provided his own musical accom- 
paniment, moving between a variety of 
acoustic guitars and piano, in most cases 
supplemented by his distinctive harmonica 
work. 

Thanks to an innovative sound system, 
which utilized remote microphones placed 
in his harmonica brace and guitar straps, 
Young was able to roam the stage, free 
from the burden of mikes, stands, cords 

and amplifiers which can clutter a stage. In 
place of such audio equipment were three 
wooden Indian statues, which Young used 
as props, helping create an even more per- 
sonal, intimate atmosphere. 

Throughout his career, Young has 
refused to stick with one formula, no matter 
how successful, even though his explora- 
tion of new themes and methods of expres- 
sion has not always been met with total ac- 
ceptance. 

The three new songs he previewed from 
his upcoming "Comes A Time" album show 
he is continuing to reassess values. But 
rather than the more concrete stages he 
has passed through before, such as the 
desperation of "Tonight's The Night" or last 
year's loose, freewheeling "American Stars 
'N Bars," the new material is transitional in 
two ways: often about change itself, but 
also different in style for Young. 

The new album's title song, for instance. 
acknowledges that one needs to actively 
search and probe for experience, but also 
recognizes the need to step back at some 
point and evaluate that experience: 
"Comes a time when you're drifting/Comes 
a time when you settle down." 

He then related this "times change" at- 
titude more directly to the world of music in 
a song which notes the passing of Elvis 
Presley as well as the arrival of Johnny Rot- 
ten while suggesting, "It's better to burn out 
than to fade away/Rock 'n' roll is here to 
stay." 

Although the 75 -minute set seemed all 
too brief, it was gratifying to see an artist of 
Young's stature willing to play several 
nights in a 300 -seat club when he could just 
as easily fill a huge arena and play to thou- 
sands more in a single night. randy lewis 

Dolly Parton 
CIVIC CENTER, ATLANTA - With a bright 
and sassy, "Hello, Atlanta," RCA's bigger - 
than -life Dolly Parton hit the stage here 
recently and treated a houseful of Georgia 
folks to over an hour's worth of brilliant 
entertainment. 

Shining like the star she is, Dolly and her 
six -man L.A. group, including two backup 
vocalists, led the mixed audience of all ages 
through a perfect roller coaster blend of 
peaks and valleys. Opening with "Higher 
And Higher," Dolly moved through 15 
songs, switching from guitar to banjo to us- 
ing the hand mike and depending on her 
excellent band. 

Dolly's charm lies in her earthiness and 
ability to make a crowd feel at home. She 
talked to the audience and created a living- 
room atmosphere out of a huge room. And 
she made a point several times of making 
fun of herself, particularly making 
humorous references to her most famous 
attributes. Rare in performers today, Dolly 
is a genuine mixture of sophistication and 
country girl. And she told several anec- 
dotes concerning growing up dirt -poor in 
the mountains of east Tennessee. 

Wearing a red pantsuit draped with a 
sheer, knee-length, white gauze shawl 
splashed with small, sparkling glass 
mirrors, Dolly stirred an even portion of her 
older songs in with her new pop -oriented 
material. "Jolene," "My Tennessee Moun- 
tain Home," "Coat Of Many Colors" (Dolly's 
personal favorite) and the delicate "I Will 
Always Love You," obviously take Dolly 
back to her roots, and she performed these 
tunes with the same conviction as "Here 
You Come Again," "It's All Wrong, But It's 
All Right" and "Heartbreaker," her new 
single. 

The main difference, however, in the 
Dolly of today and the Dolly of a few years 

ago is in her arrangements and vocal style. 
She is simply better. Her band is tops, and 
Dolly has added taste and subtlety to her 
natural, mountain -flavored vocals. 

Dolly closed with a rousing version of 
"Two Doors Down" and the audience rose 
as one when she left the stage. The lady was 
in full command this hot Atlanta night. Her 
star, bright as it is, just may be a glimmer of 
what is to come. 

Andrew Gold opened the concert with an 
excellent, fast -paced set of L.A.-flavored 
pop and rock songs. Although Gold has 
worked with Linda Ronstadt and carries his 
own following, this crowd of Dolly fans was 
not overly familiar with his material.

"angry" performer, demonstrated the most 
pronounced reaction to the sound problem 
by throwing his guitar offstage several 
times and finally kicking over one of the of- 
fending amplifiers. 

While he was playing, however, there 
was no stopping him. In less than a year, 
Costello has created one of the most im- 
pressive bodies of work perhaps to come 
out of the 1970s. His songs contain the 
powerful point of view and individuality 
reserved for the most valuable artists. 

As a performer, he has moved beyond 
the stiffness he sometimes displayed dur- 
ing his debut here last fall. Now he is more 
apt to move around the stage and make use 
of movements, the most effective of which 
were some exaggerated hands -to -head 
thrusts. 

And even though his "This Years Model" 
album has only been out a short time, Elvis 
continues to supplement his shows with 
healthy doses of material not found on his 
two albums. 

It is easy to zero in on the anger and 
frustration in his songs (while bypassing the 
humor and satire), but then a big part of 
Elvis' message is missed. He is looking 
from a new vantage point, so his lyrics don't 
simply rehash the same frustration voiced 
by the Rolling Stones and Bob Dylan 10 
years ago or Elvis Presely and Eddie 
Cochran 10 years before that. 

His hostility is not just directed at an 
overly -technological society, but more 
specifically at a mass media -dominated 
culture and a new generation raised totally 
in that media -laden environment. Costello 
is saying, "Don't trust celebrities - in- 
cluding myself." 

This isn't to say an Elvis Costello concert 
isn't fun, as his songs musically blend these 
themes with the exuberance and infec- 
tiousness of 1950s and '60s pop. Not to 
mention clever lighting tricks which turned 
Elvis green with envy during "Alison" and 
red with rage for "Living In Paradise." 

Mink DeVille preceeded Costello with a 
solid set of R&B-infused rock. Lead singer 
Willy DeVille increasingly is a dynamic 
singer whose gruff vocals recall the spirit of 
Howlin' Wolf. Seeming somewhat reserved 
during the first portion of the band's 45 - 
minute set, DeVille became thoroughly 
engrossing during its final three or four 
numbers.

KFWD/Dallas sponsored a week-long drive last week in connection with local health 
facilities which climaxed with a ticket giveaway for the upcoming Texxas World Music 
Festival. A free ticket was given away to each of 1,000 pint -donors ... Another blood drive 
was held in San Raphael, Cal. last month, sponsored by KTIM. The drive was launched to 
help repay the many pints of blood needed to help Joe Crane, co-founder of the Hoodoo 
Rhythm Devils, in his recovery from a bout with leukemia ... Three California stations - 
KM EL/San Francisco, KWST/Los Angeles and KPRI/San Diego - and the Guitar Center 
have come up with a unique promotion. They began the first West Coast Guitar Marathon 

at noon on June 1 and at press time one 
player in each city was still plucking away, 
after breaking the old record of 128 hours 
and 21 minutes.

SYNDICATION INDICATIONS - Capri- 
corn artists The Marshall Tucker Band and 
Sea Level will be featured in the "Best of 
Rock Around the World Live," a 60 -minute 
show set to air on 154 AOR stations 
nationwide the week of June 11-18 through 
the Rock Around the World network. The 
MTB segment was taped at New York's 
Nassau Coliseum and Sea Level was re- 
corded at the Roxy in Los Angeles ... 
Mutual Broadcasting played host to a 

group of visitors from the British House of Commons last week. The group is part of a 
special committee in the U.S. "in connection with an enquiry into the development of local 
radio" in Britain ... Mutual added another 66 stations to its affiliates list in March -May, 
1978. Mutual affiliates now total 838. Many of the new affiliates are from Texas, attracted to 
the network by its upcoming satellite programming capabilities which will be used to 
broadcast Dallas Cowboys and Southwest Athletic Conference football games.

quire more accurate measurement of radio 
listening. The ESF will include people with 
unlisted telephone numbers. It is now used 
in Chicago and is expected to be used in at 
least five more major markets this fall. 
Eventually Arbitron hopes to use the ESF in 
all major markets. 

"Blacks, especially young black people, 
are a transitory group today," says Del 
Raycee, executive vice president of the 
National Black Network. "They are difficult 
to find, having the highest percentage of 
unlisted telephone numbers of any group. 
That's why black radio stations suffer from 
so many ratings wobbles, too few respon- 
dents and too much weighting. But Arbitron 
is aware of the problem and seems to be 
trying to do something to remedy it, and 
that gives me hope." 

As part of an out -of -court settlement of 
litigation brought against Arbitron by WOIC 
in Columbia, S.C., the company has also 
pledged to improve its weighting system by 
using more accurate census information 
than is contained in the federal govern- 
ment's 1970 census. 

Most people involved in black radio see 
the ESF as a major improvement in 
measuring black audiences. But not all do. 

"The ESF is just one adjustment that 
needs to be made," says WBLS' Brunson. 
"They are talking about using it here this 
fall, but now we don't want it. It doesn't ad- 
dress the whole problem." 

Arbltron Supporters 
On the other hand, some black radio ex- 

ecutives believe Arbitron is doing a good 
job. They say the criticism of the ARBs is 
largely sour grapes. 

"Arbitron is a very experienced source of 
such information," comments WDIA/ 
Memphis general manager Charles 
Scruggs. "Most of the complaints are just 
from stations that don't get good books. I'm 
also concerned with the accuracy of their 
sample, but I'm always concerned when my 
fate is in someone else's hands."

owns WJMO/Cleveland and OK- 
100/Washington, D.C., among others), 
goes even further in defending Arbitron's 
measurement of black audiences. 

"My experience has been that black 
radio fares better because of the ethnic 
weighting," Parrish says. "And telephone 
retrival makes the survey of black respon- 
dents more accurate than diaries. Many 
black programmers don't learn the rules 
Arbitron plays by and thus they don't know 
how to program to take advantage of 
ratings surveys." 

But the majority of radio people contact- 
ed by Cash Box expressed displeasure 
with Arbitron. In addition to the WOIC suit, 
WBLS also has a suit pending against Ar- 
bitron alleging discrimination in the ratings 
methodology. 

"We feel they aren't fair in covering 
blacks - and they admit it," says WBLS 
program director Hal Jackson. "They say 
'we can't cover everything,' but I don't buy it. 
If you ask me if Arbitron does a good job of 
measuring black audiences, I'll tell you. 
No!"

Mason has enjoyed great success moving to a mellower 
sound than his early solo LPs, and his new album continues this 
trend and should propel the former Traffic member to even 
greater heights. "Will You Still Love Me Tomorrow" is already a 
hit single and the album is rife with foilow-up pop picks. 
Mason's throaty vocals have never been better and a long list of 
famous friends help make this one of the year's tastiest LPs, 
smooth but not lightweight.

With her follow-up album to the platinum -selling "We Must 
Believe In Magic," Crystal Gayle has produced a mainstream ef- 
fort that indicates a change in direction for this expressive 
songstress. Venturing a bit away from her country influences, 
Gayle beautifully handles this varied collection of cabaret, pop, 
and country tunes. Her moving title track and the single "Talking 
In Your Sleep" highlight this LP. A natural for pop, country and 
MOR playlists. 

THE CARS - The Cars - Elektra 6E-135 - Producer: Roy

Elektra has a new entry in the new wave/power pop 
sweepstakes in what appears to be the ultimate, customized, 
chopped and channelled, nitro -burning machine. The Cars, 
along with the distinctive deft production style of Roy Thomas 
Baker, have crafted an album of near Swiss -watch precision. 
The quality of both the music and lyrics is astonishingly perfect 
for a debut album, as well.

Such upbeat, 
rollicking tunes as "Love Is Gone" and "Between You And Me" 
are standouts, but this singer capably handles all of the album's 
songs with power and assurance.

Hailing from Dallas, this fiery quintet has created a varied, in- 
fectious assortment of rock tunes ranging from the Delta blues - 
flavored "City By The Sea" to such playful '70s -styled rockers as 
"Lisa" and "The Flesh Express."

After a somewhat disappointing effort on his last album, 
Hamilton Bohannon has rediscovered the groove that 
highlights his infectious dance sound.

With all songs written, arranged, 
directed and produced by Bohannon, this LP is a disco smash 
with progressive R&B potential. 

SET THE WORLD ON FIRE - Llar - Bearsville BRK 6982 -

With its debut Bearsville album, Liar may not literally "set the 
world on fire," but the quintet's powerhouse execution and keen 
sense of dynamics will burn the ears off more than a few hard - 
rock fans. On its title track, this band from London pounds out 
throbbing, crunching guitar -rock, yet amazingly within the 
same song injects soft keyboard riffs that combine for a 
sophisticated, blazing effort, An AOR winner.

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Producers Seminar 
Held In Alabama 
MUSCLE SHOALS, ALA. - The Muscle 
Shoals Music Association, which quietly 
works to advertise the viability of this sleepy 
town as a powerful force in producing hit 
records out of its many independent stu- 
dios, sponsored the 1st Muscle Shoals 
Record and Producers Seminar near here 
May 25-27 at the Joe Wheeler Lodge in 
Wheeler State Park. 

Featuring several seminars dealing with 
many facets of independent record 
production, the seminar drew 343 partici- 
pants from Alabama, Nashville, Memphis, 
Atlanta, Los Angeles, New York, Chicago, 
Florida, Canada, England and other coun- 
tries in Europe. Set on the edge of the Ten- 
nessee River, the lodge offered a relaxed 
atmosphere in which business and 
pleasure were mixed with equal 
enthusiasm. In addition to the seminars, an 
assortment of activities were offered in- 
cluding a golf tournament, swimming, 
tennis, fishing, hiking, afternoon boat rides 
and a tour through Muscle Shoals Studios. 

Much of the discussion in the seminars 
centered around the risk of being an in- 
dependent producer and how a producer's 
"head was on the chopping block" each 
time he produced a record. Rick Hall, presi- 
dent of the MSMA and owner of FAME 
Studios in Muscle Shoals, emphasized that 
a producer "was only as good as his last 
record." 

Bill Lowery of The Lowery Atlanta Group 
created some interesting discourse be- 
tween panelists and audience when he 
launched a colorful monologue on many of 
his experiences in the music business. And 
he emphasized a producer must listen to 
his own heart. 

A highlight of the seminar was an infor- 
mative film which outlined the history of 
Muscle Shoals as a recording center and 
listed the many hit records produced in 
Muscle Shoals. The first big hit produced in 
Muscle Shoals was Arthur Alexander's 
"You Better Move On," produced by Hall in 
the early '60s.

High Court Declines 
To Hear Taxe Appeal 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - The U.S. Supreme 
Court has refused to hear an appeal by con- 
victed tape pirate Richard Taxe. The appeal 
of a decision by the Ninth Circuit Court of 
Appeals held that the four-year prison sen- 
tence and $26,000 in fines imposed on Taxe 
after he was found guilty on 20 counts did 
not constitute cruel and unusual punish- 
ment. 

In rejecting Taxe's contention that his 
violations of the Copyright Law constituted 
a course of conduct and not separate 
criminal violations, the Court of Appeals 
observed that the Sound Recording Act of 
1971 was intended to eliminate record 
piracy and "to allow a series of discrete 
violations to merge into a 'course of con- 
duct' and to be treated as a single offense 
would vitiate the deterrent effect of the 
statute." 

Taxe, who headed Gault Industries of Bel 
Air, Calif., and a number of other firms in 

the manufacture and distribution of pirated 
tape recordings, has previously appealed 
his conviction. The former appeal resulted 
in a unanimous decision by the Ninth Cir- 
cuit Court of Appeals affirming his sen- 
tence and in the refusal by the U.S. 
Supreme Court to hear the case.

Supersax, the Med Flory -led bebop out- 
fit whose previous albums have consisted 
almost exclusively of Charlie Parker 
choruses, has completed its latest LP, 
which includes only one "Bird" tune.

In addition, Marlena Shaw 
has made special arrangements to join 
those originally scheduled for the benefit 
concert.

Zoot's deeper sound lends itself nicely to the project, and the 
results are thoroughly satisfying. 

CUMBIA & JAZZ FUSION - Charles Mingus - Atlantic 8801 - List: 7.98 
Mingus' latest music comprises two lengthy compositions, 

one of which was intended for use as a soundtrack. Mingus has 
mellowed considerably during the last decade and consequen- 
tly the audience has caught up with him. There are driving, 
rhythmic performances with outstanding solos by Jack Walrath, 
Ricky Ford and others, but the melodic strain is running strongly 
through Mingus' music. Despite their length, these cats are 
eminently listenable and should be heard.

LOS ANGELES -A merchandising cam- 
paign designed to create a new visual im- 
age for United Artists recording artist 
Crystal Gayle has been launched by the 
label in support of Gayle's new LP "When I 

Dream." 
The initial thrust of the campaign, which 

is designed to further Gayles' crossover 
career, will be aimed at the retail level ac- 
cording to Larry Cohen, vice-president of 
merchandising and marketing services at 

the label, who says, "We're trying to give 
Crystal a more universal look so that she 
can expand her appeal outside the country 
avenues." 

In-store merchandising aids include life- 
size stand-up displays, posters, album 
cover reproductions and 2" lapel pins dis- 
playing the album art. 

With the exception of the stand-up, all of 
the merchandising items are reproductions 
of the album jacket artwork, which UA art 
director Bill Burks says "reflects Crystal's 
changing attitude towards her music." 

According to Burks the two photos which 

comprise the jacket artwork "present a 

clean, concise visual image of Crystal by 
eliminating any extraneous visual informa- 
tion and boiling it down to just the bare 
essentials." 

"Her previous album packages depicted 
her in various environments or situations 
where it was not clear what type of artist she 
was,." Burks says. "Although we can't 
specifically convey the feeling of the music 
in the photos we at least tried to present 
Crystal's image of herself. We tried to show 
that she has evolved and changed but that 
she hasn't abandoned her country 
audience." 

Videocassette merchandising will also 
be utilized at the retail level, according to 
Iris Zurawin, UA director of creative ser- 
vices. who says the label recently filmed 
Gayle performing two songs from the 
album. 

Zurawin also said the label is planning 
time buys in a number of major markets 
across the U.S. to run in conjunction with 
trade and consumer ads.

LOS ANGELES - Ariola Records is 
launching an extensive marketing and 
promotion campaign for its June album 
release of "See Forever Eyes," the second 
Ariola effort by the rock group, Prism.

Prism t-shirts, stickers jogging 
shorts and sun visors have been designed 
for promotional pruposes. 

Two major tours are being scheduled for 
the group. One is being set by Prism's 
booking agency ICM, and the other is being 
scheduled by major market radio stations 
by Bill Bartlett, Ariola's national AOR 
promotion director. Radio spots and print 
advertising is scheduled to run on a 

national basis with the tour. 
In speaking about Ariola's campaign, 

Scott Shannon felt that the large'scale ef- 
fort will call more attention to Prism's music 
itself. "The album certainly will stand on its 
own," said Shannon, "but we want to insure 
that the LP receives the exposure we feel 
"See Forever Eyes" deserves. 

Chain Retailers Post 
Sales Gains For May 
NEW YORK - The nation's leading chain 
retailers posted strong sales increases dur- 
ing the month of May, led by the J.C. Pen- 
ney Co., which reported a 26% gain. Most 
retail chains posted double-digit sales in- 
creases over 1977, resolving some of the 
confusion caused by the mixed results of 
the last couple of months. 

The nation's largest retailer of general 
merchandise, Sears, Roebuck & Co., 
posted a 10% sales increase during May, a 

drop from the 13% year-to-year increase of 
the previous three months. K mart Corp., 
the second biggest retailer, reported a 16% 
sales gain in May after a 7.5% year-to-year 
gain in April. 

Penney's strong sales gain in May was 
due in part to a relatively weak year-earlier 
month, according to a company official. 

Montgomery Ward & Co.'s sales for May 
rose nearly 12% from a year earlier, follow- 
ing gains of 5%, 6% and 8% in the previous 
three months. F.W. Woolworth Co. had a 

7.3% sales gain for the four -week period. 
Woolworth said that foreign sales for May 
rose 9.5%, while domestic sales rose 6.6%. 

Other retailers reporting sales increases 
included: Wal-Mart Stores Inc., 39% (14% 
on a store -for -store basis); May Depart- 
ment Stores Co., 11%; Zayre Corp., 11%; 
Dayton Hudson Corp., 18%.

Chappell And Intersong Plan 
National Meet In Nashville

NASHVILLE - Twenty-five Chappell and 
Intersong publishing executives from New 
York, Los Angeles, Canada and Europe will 
meet here June 13-14 for Chappell and In- 
tersong's first National Music Conference, 
Chappell and Intersong president Irwin 
Robinson has announced. The meeting will 
be the first major publishing meeting held 
outside of the company corporate head- 
quarters in New York City. 

Scheduled for two full -day working ses- 
sions at The Holiday Inn at Vanderbilt here, 
discussion topics will include administra- 
tion, copyright, finance, legal, public rela- 
tions, publications, international 
publishing, commercials and synchroniza- 
tion rights. 

Other activities scheduled are two 
luncheons hosted by The American Society 
of Composers and Publishers and Broad- 
cast Music Inc. Three company -sponsored 
dinners will also be held. 

Henry Hurt, Chappell vice-president, 
country music division, Nashville, believes 
the choice of Nashville as a meeting site is 
an indication of the company's growing in- 
terest and support of the Nashville division. 

Faith In Nashville 
"I am really glad it is here,"said Hurt, who 

has previously worked for publishing com- 
panies in both New York and Los Angeles. 
"I think the company wants to show its con- 
tinued faith and interest in our office here in 
Nashville. I think there is a general feeling 
now that Nashville and Nashville -oriented 
music is having a greater and greater im- 
pact on pop music. We are starting to get 
cuts on pop acts outside of town now, and 
songs written here are being cut by all kinds 
of artists and acts. We are much broader 
than just country music." 

Hurt also added that Chappell and Inter - 
song Music here will soon move out of the 
Mercury Building into the Joe Talbot 
Building (offices previously leased to 
Polydor) which will give the companies 
more office space. And Hurt announced 
that Pat Rolfe, previously general 
professional manager of Intersong Music 
here, has assumed the new position of vice- 
president of Intersong, Belinda's country 
music division. 

In adding to Hurt's statement, Rolfe said 
more emphasis will be placed on develop- 
ing Intersong in Nashville. She also feels 
Nashville is expanding as a music center. 

"Intersong is not as well-known here as 
Chappell although they are sister com- 
panies, but the national office is interested 
in building Intersong into a recognizable 
and viable company like Chappell," Rolfe 
said. "Also, it is nice to have our national 
meeting here. I think one reason is because 
we have gotten so much activity out of our 
Nashville office outside of country music. 
We are working songs here and getting 
them cut which are coming out of our other 
offices. All of a sudden Nashville has 
become important to Chappell and Inter - 
song Music." 

Executives attending the meeting here 
will include Heinz Voigt, president of the 
Polygram publishing division from Ger- 
many; Nick Firth, vice-president of Chap- 
pell International from London; and Irwin 
Schuster, creative senior vice-president. 

Attending from the New York 
professional staff will be: Frank Military, 
creative vice-president; Chappell 
professional managers Helaina Bruno and 
Ritchie Cordell; and Don Oriolo, vice- 
president and general manager, Intersong, 
USA. 

Los Angeles representatives will include: 
Roger Gordon, vice-president and general 
manager, west coast division; Randy 
Talmadge, professional manager; and Rick 
Riccobono, Intersong creative manager, 
west coast. Canada will be represented by 
Jerry Renewych, general manager, 
Toronto. 

The Nashville office will be represented 
by Hurt, Rolfe, Celia Hill, professional 
manager, Chappell/Intersong, and 
Charlene Sigmund.

Kerrville Folk Festival Draws 
Crowd Of 7,500 In 7th Year 

by Hank Riddle 
KERRVILLE, TX - The 7th annual Kerrville 
Folk Festival, established by Rod Kennedy 
and Allen Damron as a neighborly, esoteric 
musical gathering dedicated to providing 
family entertainment, was held May 25-28 
deep in the Texas Hill Country at the Out- 
door Theatre on the Quiet Valley Ranch 
some nine miles south of here. Some 7,500 
people attended the festival. 

For months it was questionable whether 
there would be a 7th Kerrville Folk Festival. 
Flash floods put the '75 and '76 festivals in 

the red, and the 1977 festival cut losses by 
only 20 percent. However, on Jan. 15 of this 
year, during the unveiling of the bust of the 
late Hondo Couch (proprietor-imagineer of 
Luckenbach, Tx.), festival producer Ken- 
nedy was inspired to make this year a 

success. 
Under Kennedy's leadership, 165 

businesses became $100 sponsors and 
scores of fans sent in early ticket requests. 
Many performers told Kennedy they would 
come to Quiet Valley Ranch (the festival's 
permanent home) whether there was an of- 
ficial festival or not. With this type of sup- 
port and added cooperation from the un- 
predictable Texas weather, 1978 became 
the most successful of any Kerrville 
Festival. 

The festival is held annually in conjunc- 
tion with the Texas State Arts and Crafts 
Fair, held May 25-29. The Schreiner 
College campus in Kerrville is the site of the 
Arts & Crafts fair. 

For the seventh consecutive year, the 
Kerrville Music Foundation presented a 
series of New Folk Concerts during the 
festival. Forty singer/songwriters, selected 
from over 100 who submitted tapes, 
presented 80 original songs during after- 
noon concerts. The judges' panel (Steve 
Fromholz, Gary P. Nunn and Don Sanders) 
presented six $50 awards to Vince Bell, 
Jessica Bryan and Lindsay Haisley, all from 

Austin, Tx. Other winners were Steve Sajick 
of Denver, Colo., Pettigrew and Blanchard 
of Dallas, Tx. and Louis Real of Kerrville. 

Among the 28 headliners for the four 
nightly concerts were Jimmy Driftwood, 
Alvin Crow, Joe Ely, Bill and Bonnie 
Hearne, Gary P. Nunn, Townes Van Zandt, 
Guy Clark, Bobby Bridger, Rusty Wier, 
Steve Fromholz, Delbert McClinton, David 
Amran, Tom Paxton and Mike Williams. 
Paxton, Amran, Bridger and Nunn also 
hosted The Ballad Tree, an informal pickin' 
session held before each evening concert.. 

Yodeling Contest 
The foundation also hosted the fourth 

annual National Yodeling Contest, which 
was won by The Ken Brothers of LaGrange, 
Tx. The Brothers received the '78 title, 
championship trophy and 100 sliver dollars 
as well as an invitation to appear on the '79 
festival both as performers and defending 
champions. Judges were Kenneth 
Threadgill, Allen Damron and Keven 
Hatcher. 

In addition to the entertainment, the Rev. 
Charlie Sumners held a Sunday folk mass. 

April/Blackwood 
Appoints Harris 
NASHVILLE - Judy Harris has been ap- 
pointed professional manager of 
April/Blackwood Music here, announced 
Charlie Monk, director of operations, 
April/Blackwood, Nashville. 

Harris previously has been employed 
here by The Grand Ole Opry and The 
American Society of Composers and 
Publishers. 

In announcing the appointment, Monk 
said, "Judy has been with me for over seven 
years and is one of the most capable people 
I know. With her knowledge of the business 
and her acquaintances, she should be the 
best song -plugger around." 
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Hickory recording artist Don Gibson is on the CB charts again, but that is nothing new for 
the composer of such classics as "I Can't Stop Loving You" and "Oh, Lonesome Me." 
Currently, his single, "The Fool" is #54 bullet on the CB Singles chart and his latest album, 
"Starting All Over Again," has just been released. Incidentally, Inergi's Mary K. Miller's new 
single is Gibson's "I Can't Stop Loving You," which is #44 bullet this week. In addition to 
performing at Fan Fair, Gibson is on the road most of the time, playing dates all across the 
country.

One of the tunes in the can is a rockabilly- 
flavored song called "Midnight Fever" written by Hank Riddle, who 
is also a CB free-lance writer. Steve's current album is "No Place 
To Fall." Waylon Jennings has called Young "the second best 
country singer alive, "reserving first place for the legendary George 
Jones. And Waylon once used Young's "Lonesome, On'ry And 
Mean" as the title song of one of his albums. 

Governor Richard D. Lamm of Colorado has issued a proclama- 
tion designating June 19-24 as "Colorado Country Music Week." 

Don Gibson The proclamation was issued to the Country Music Foundation of 
Colorado in behalf of the forthcoming 16th Annual Colorado Country Music Festival and 
Trade Convention. 

Behind every song or award in this business it seems there is a story. Norbert Putnam, 
bass player and co-owner of Quadraphonic Studios here, was overheard relating how he 
happened to win his one -and -only 'Superpicker's' Award for playing bass. Putnam and 
Ray Stevens are old buddies, and a couple of years ago Stevens made Putnam promise he 
would play behind him on an upcoming session. Norbert agreed. But on the morning of the 
scheduled session, he overslept (he had forgotten the recording date). After a call from 
Stevens, Putnam hurried to the studio and arrived in time to play on what Stevens called 
the 'B' side. Norbert said Stevens told him to just listen to the instrumental track and add 
some licks "like" on the old "Ahab The Arab' thing." As it turned out, the song was the 
million -selling "The Streak." 

RCA Records has signed singer Brian Collins to an exclusive recording contract with the 
label. Collins, a Texas native, has recorded such chart records as "Statue Of A Fool," 
"That's The Way Love Should Be" and "I'm Gonna Sit Right Down And Write Myself A Let- 
ter." His first single, "Old Flames (Can't Hold A Candle To You)," produced by Pat Carter, is 
#83 in CB this week. 

Woodland Studios announces the addition of engineer Steve Goosetree to the staff. 
Goosetree is a recent graduate of Belmont College's music business program. In other 
news, veteran engineer Rex Collier was named studio supervisor of Woodland. 

"Endless Wire," the most recent LP by Warner Bros. artist Gordon Lightfoot, has been 
certified gold by the RIAA. The LP, produced by Lightfoot and Warner Bros. vice president 
and director of A&R, Lenny Waronker, contains the artist's latest single, "Daylight Katy." 
This is the fourth gold album in Lightfoot's WB catalog. 

Charter House Publishing Company has just signed a contract with Doris Lynch, 
Patricia Mitchamore and Hope Powell for a book on country music to be released later this 
year. Owner and publisher, Dominic De Lorenzo, and managing editor, Denise Jones, an- 
nounced that the book, written by Lynch and Mitchamore, would be a major contribution to 
the available historical and reference books on country music.

Lynch and Mitchamore are the sisters of ABC recording 
artist, Tommy Overstreet. 

Hank Snow and The Rainbow Ranch Boys recently appeared at the Smithsonian In- 
stitute's Baird Auditorium as part of the museum's American Country Music series. The 
Washington Star is quoted as saying of the performance, "Few art- 
ists have been as deserving of the Smithsonian's recognition as 
Snow. In 42 years of recording he has put out more than 100 
albums; he is an astonishing prolific songwriter with a string of 
songs which help make up the bedrock of country music tradition." 

Warner Bros.' Sterling Whipple is not a new name to folks 
around Music Row, but he's a relative newcomer to the country en- 
tertainment field. A prolific songwriter, having penned such tunes 
as "Now You See 'Em, Now You Don't" for Roy Head, "Better Me" 
for Tommy Overstreet, and of course "Blind Man In The Bleachers" 
for Kenny Starr, "Dirty Work" is Sterling's first attempt at recording Sterling Whipple 
his own material for the Warner Bros. label (he previously had 2 cuts on Epic Records).

Be Filmed For Television

NASHVILLE - The upcoming Nashville 
Music Festival, scheduled for July 2-4 near 
Columbia, Tenn. and billed as "the greatest 
country music show on earth," has taken 
several sharp turns in the past few weeks. 
Now festival backers have announced 
negotiations are nearly complete for a ma- 
jor film company to film portions of the 
festival for a proposed television special 
and possible full-length documentary 
movie. 

Nashville Music Festival publicist 
Marshall Fallwell said contracts for a film 
probably would be signed in the near 
future. 

"It is not official yet that the film deal has 
been signed, but I can say that we are close 
to signing a contract with a major com- 
pany," Fallwell said. "Representatives from 
a certain company are in town now, and in 
all probability there will be a film made. The 
total production budget of the film could be 
as high as $5 million." 

Last week, Nashville promoter and attor- 
ney Tom Moon said in a newspaper inter- 
view that the proposed film would probably 
be an edited 40 -minute television show, 
and other footage could be used as full- 
length motion picture. Rather than a con- 
cert documentary, Moon said the film 
would be closer to a "country music story," 
with videotapes shown of some of the stars 
during Grand Ole Opry appearances taken 
years ago. 

In recent weeks, the festival site has been 
moved from its original site on a farm near 
Fairview, Tenn. to a location just outside of 
Columbia, Tenn. Rumors have persisted 
that political pressure forced the move, but 
Fallwell denies the allegation and adds that 
the new site is much more appealing. 

Club Sends Rodgers 
Stamp To Customers 
NEW YORK - O'Lunney's Country Music 
City, a country music club in Manhattan, 
has sent the recently -issued Jimmy 
Rodgers Commemorative Postage Stamp 
in a special envelope from Meridian, Miss. 
to 2,000 of its customers. Meridian was 
Rodgers' hometown. 

O'Lunney's opened its doors in May of 
1973 as the first club in Manhattan to 
feature country music. Owner Hugh O'Lun- 
ney said he authorized the mailing of the 
stamps because "we've always considered 
it part of our job to promote country music. 
This stamp is important because it 
emphasizes something we've always 
known - country music is a truly American 
art form." 

Rodgers, who was born in 1897 and died 
in 1933 from advanced tuberculosis, is 
recognized as the first real "star" of country 
music and was the first person inducted 
into the Country Music Hall of Fame. 
Rodgers was chosen to inaugurate the Post 
Office's new "performing arts" series. 

Acuff -Rose To Handle

NASHVILLE - An agreement was recently 
signed which will allow Acuff -Rose 
Publishing, Inc. to represent White Oak 
Music overseas, announced Wesley Rose, 
president of Acuff -Rose. 

White Oak Publishing, a Broadcast 
Music Incorporated company founded in 
1953 by its current owner and president Joe 
Grieshop, will join a family of 20 companies 
Acuff -Rose represents overseas. 

Significant copyrights owned by White 
Oak Publishing are "Where Will I Shelter 
My Sheep," "Blue Tennessee Rain" and 
"The Tie That Binds." 

"This is a much better site," Fallwell said. 
"The festival will be held in a industrial park 
with 536 acres, including beautiful bluffs 
and gorges. And the access is super. The 
access to the other site was atrocious. The 
new site is only about 35 minutes from 
Nashville just off Highway 31 North and 
slightly west of Columbia. We were not 
forced from Williamson Country. We could 
have fought and ironed out the problems, 
but this other site was offered to us and we 
took it. The move has cost us no more 
money and it is no more than 15 miles from 
the original site." 

Crystal Gayle and Charlie Rich have 
been recently added to the list of perfor- 
mers.

From there he 
traveled to Stockton, California; Sacramento, Cleveland, where he worked for WGAR; and 

finally on to New York. Imus gained notoriety a few years ago when 
he got fired from the Stockton station after running an "Eldridge 
Clever Look -Alike Contest" on the air. 

Imus has also been involved in recording records for the past 
few years. He has had several comedy albums released, containing 
bits and pieces from his radio shows. Imus also sings ... RCA 
released a country single by Imus a year or so ago entitled, "Play 
That Country Jukebox." Imus' brother, Fred ¡mus, also wrote the 
smash single recorded by Jim Ed Brown and Helen Cornelius, "I 
Don't Want To Have To Marry You." 

Bill Hart Imus also has a syndicated television show which starts in most 
major markets in July. The show, called `Imus Plus,"will feature strange guests, says Imus.

would require TV stations to provide some 
news, public affairs and locally produced 
programs and to treat controversial issues 
of public importance in an equitable man- 
ner. This provision is called the "Equity 
Principle," supplanting the "Fairness Doc- 
trine." Furthermore radio, but not TV, 
would be released from its present equal 
time requirements for political candidates. 

Multi -ownership of broadcast properties 
in one community would be outlawed in the 
future and the CRC would be required to 
consider "other media holdings" of an ap- 
plicant before granting a construction per- 
mit or license renewal. Existing combina- 
tions would not be forced to divest, but in 
the future only one broadcast station per 
market would be licensed to any individual, 
with a specific exception for certain radio 
station applicants. Currently, FCC rules 
state that no single owner may have two 
stations of the same service (AM, FM or TV) 
in the same market. The crossownership 
decision remains in limbo; even though the 
case is before the Supreme Court, broad- 
casters say the problem will haunt them for 
years to come. 

In the same section (440), the bill would 
prohibit any individual from owning more 
than five radio or five TV stations, and no 
single individual may own or operate more 
than three TV stations in the top 50 
markets. However, those ceilings will apply 
only when present owners sell or transfer 
properties. Currently, FCC rules allow one 
owner a complement of 21 properties: 
seven TV, seven AM and seven FM. And 
owners of three TV stations in the 50 largest 
markets are allowed to buy another VHF in 
the top 50 if they show "compelling public 
interest." 

Van Deerlin said his aim is to "open up 
the industry to marketplace determinations 
by free choice of services." Included in the 
deregulation theme are cable TV, satellites 
and common carriers, which broadcasters 
would rather see under continued heavy 
governmental regulation. 

In advance of the bill's release, Van 
Deerlin predicted that broadcasters, es- 
pecially in radio, would like what the rewrite 
offered. He characterized the bill as

marketing administration, will be responsi- 
ble for the administration of CBS Records' 
merchandising arm, including advertising 
creative services, Gotham advertising, and 
the college promotion department.

"something I think most of them will be 
delighted to embrace." 

Several citizens groups, on the other 
hand, have already expressed their dis- 
pleasure with the proposed legislation. A 
common theme among the critics of the bill 
is that it is a violation of the principlethat the 
airwaves belong to the people. 

Spokesmen for the nation's major radio 
chains declined to comment on the Van 
Deerlin bill, saying time would be needed to 
study the 217 -page bill. "This is a very com- 
plex matter and will take a long time to fully 
understand its ramifications," said one ex- 
ecutive. "The hearings the House will hold 
on the bill will hopefully help to clear up 
many questions and give broadcasters an 
opportunity to express their concerns." 

NAB Reaction 
Reaction from the NAB was less than 

enthusiastic, but generally favorable. NAB 
president Vincent Wasilewski said he "ap- 
plauds much of what the House subcom- 
mittee is trying to accomplish," but called 
for a careful study of the bill before the NAB 
takes a final stand. All NAB spokesmen 
were in meetings last week, presumably 
huddling over the lengthy bill, and the only 
comment to emerge was that more time is 
needed before the powerful broadcast 
trade association decides whether or not to 
back the bill. The question is whether the 
pluses (indefinite license terms, relief from 
Fairness and equal -time provisions) out- 
weigh the minuses (spectrum use fee and 
limitations on group and cross -media own- 
ership). 

CBS, Chicago 
Denied Request 
On Disputed LP 
NEW YORK - CBS Records and recording 
artists Chicago have been denied their re- 
quest for a temporary restraining order on 
the sale of the Magnum Records album, 
"Chicago Transit Authority - Live in Con- 
cert," by Judge Lawrence Pierce of the U.S. 
Southern District Court. 

The CBS -Chicago suit, brought against 
Magnum Records and Cineamerica Dis- 
tributing Corporation, alleges copyright, 
trademark infringement and contract rights 
violations stemming from the manufacture 
and distribution of the Magnum album. 

Norman Faber, an attorney for Magnum 
and Cineamerica, claimed the live 
recording "was made with the complete 
authorization of the members of C.T.A." 

Judge Pierce denied the CBS -Chicago 
request pending determination of the mo- 
tion for a preliminary injunction against 
Magnum and Cineamerica.

NEW YORK - Barbra Streisand's 
"Songbird" LP has been certified gold by 
the RIAA. The album marks the singer's 
23rd gold record.

"With discos as a base, we attempt to by- 
pass the secondary radio markets and 
cross from major to major. For example, 
with 'Chattanooga Choo Choo' from Tux- 
edo Junction, we generated sales of 100,- 
000 units before airplay. Then a station like 
WBLS put the record in rotation, es- 
tablishing us in a major market disco cross- 
over station. Then WNEW added the 
record because of its upper -demographic 
appeal; the song is an old standard. Adult 
contemporary stations begain playing the 
record and black progressive stations like 
WDAS-FM in Philadelphia and KKSS in St. 
Louis also got into the action. It was not Top 
40 yet, but we had penetrated a major 
market and demonstrated retail response. 
From there it is easier to cross into a key 
Top 40 station." 

Compete With Majors 
Having to compete with major es- 

tablished labels, Butterfly has also 
developed a promotional strategy which 
concentrates on finding and servicing 
reporting retail stores and DJs. 

"To get ahead, you have to really pull out 
the stops," says Cervantes. "We know who 
the stores are who report to the trades. We 
have five people who do nothing but burn 
up the phones making sure that those 
stores have sufficient Butterfly product and 
merchandising aids." 

"Stores are as important as radio sta- 
tions. Many people have felt that if they 
create the demand on the broadcasting 
level that retail would see to itself. But I 

believe you can also create the demand on 
the retail level rather than just satisfy it." 

Selective Promotion 
"Similiarly, we aim at the reporting DJs . 

By cross-referencing many sources, we 
developed a master list. Once you get the 
reporting DJs hot on a record, that leads to 
the other club programmers who read the 
trades. That creates a rippling effect. So by 
promoting about 1,000 people, the key 
reporting DJs and the disco pools, we have 
created the first step in product 
awareness." 

In addition to aiming specifically at 
reporting stores and DJs, Butterfly has 
utilized extensive radio, consumer and 
trade ads to heighten Butterfly's visibility. 
Also, the label has emphasized packaging 
to create interest and occasionally con- 
troversy. 

Butterfly used colored vinyl on several 
releases distributed for promotional pur- 
poses. The Tuxedo Junction record was 

gold vinyl and the label distributed 140,000 
of the collector's items to retail accounts 
before switching over to standard black 
vinyl. The label created controversy with 
the cover of the "Boogie Down!" album by 
Blackwell which depicted two nude women. 

"With that record," says Cervantes, "we 
got some response that the cover was too 
risque but that's another method we use to 
sell records. We are into hard-core 
marketing but we do it in good taste. Such a 
cover can cause problems with racks but 
we also develop backup second covers that 
can be used when the record becomes big 
enough to cross to the racks." 

independent Distribution 
Cervantes commented that after !vital 

skepticism by independent distributors 
who handle Butterfly, the label is now held 
in esteem by indies, based upon its ability 
to deliver product. 

"I am a firm believer in independent dis- 
tribution and being the master of your own 
destiny," says Cervantes. "After the depar- 
ture of Casablanca, UA, and ABM on the 
west coast, Butterfly has become the fair- 
haired kid of independent distribution." 

The label is handled by Pickwick in many 
markets, M.S. Distributing in Chicago and 
L.A. and Universal in Philadelphia. 
However, it is Alpha Distributing in New 
York which does the major share. Alpha 
distributes approximately 30% of Butter- 
fly's volume. 

"We aggressively utilize the promotional 
capabilities of the indies," says Cervantes. 
"Also, we have 11 independent promotion 
people working our stuff, including Don 
Anti and Tony Muscolo. In the next six 
months, we are going to add a regional 
promo team beginning in the midwest." 

Butterfly is developing a stable of Top 40 
and AOR acts to complement and broaden 
the disco image of the company. In the next 
six months, the label expects to release a 
minimum of six pop/AOR acts. However, 
Cervantes considers disco to be the label's 
"bread and butter." 

'Disco Revolution' 
"We are on the threshold of a revolution. 

Disco is going to be to the late '70s what 
rock 'n' roll was to the '60s. That may sound 
like sacrilege to some but all you have to do 
is look at the success of 'Saturday Night 
Fever' to know it is true." 

Having already received and turned 
down two acquistion offers from major 
labels, Cervantes is confident that Butterfly 
will continue to attract interest and become 
a major force in the industry.

Tom Di Vita will continue as vice president 
of sales. 

According to S. Gordon Strenger, 
Moss's vice president in charge of sales to 
special markets, Vox turned over about $2 
million last year. "We're looking to double 
or triple that in a couple of years or less," he 
said. 

In order to do that, Moss commented, 
"We intend to launch an aggressive promo- 
tion and advertising campaign to bring the 
vast Vox catalog even greater prominence. 
This will involve a two -pronged approach, 
first to the dealer, secondly the consumer. 
Attractive point -of -sale materials and dis- 
plays will be supplied and tied in with 
national and co-op advertising." 

Market Penetration 
Vox, Turnabout and Candide, whose 

single discs list for $3.98 and $4.98, com- 
prise over a thousand titles. Specializing in 
licensed European recordings as well as 
recordings of lesser -known American 
orchestras, the economy lines have in- 
troduced to the U.S. public such artists as 
Alfred Brendel, Guiomar Novaes, Otto 
Klemperer, Jascha Horenstein, Ingrid 
Haebler, Rudolf Firkusny, Walter Klein, 
Peter Frankl, Ruggiero Ricci, Aaron Ro - 
sand, Abbey Simon and Grant Johan- 
nesen. 

Ironically, the company's large catalog 
has proved a liability in terms of distribu- 
tion. Independent distributors, by and 
large, don't want to touch a classical line if it 
means keeping so many titles in inventory; 
instead, they'd rather handle a few big pop 
hits. Consequently, the only indies who are 

currently distributing Vox are California 
Record Distributors, Connecticut One - 
Stop Record Service, Chips in 
Philadelphia, Associated in Phoenix and 
Transcontinent in Buffalo. 

However, this hasn't stopped Vox, which 
sells direct to many big accounts, including 
Sam Goody, Stark/Camelot, National 
Record Mart, Harmony Hut and Rose 
Records. In addition, Moss recently set up a 
Vox warehouse in Canada under the direc- 
tion of John Leetham, formerly director of 
Canadian sales for Pickwick. Vox has had 
distribution in Canada for some time; now it 
will also press records there. 

Moss is trying to persuade more rack 
jobbers to add the Vox lines. His argument 
is that, as Funk & Wagnalls' success with a

Majors Move On 
Budget Cassettes 

by Ken Terry 
NEW YORK - Due to the general pick-up in 
tape sales and the superior sound quality of 
cassettes, the classical labels have concen- 
trated more on cassette sales over the past 
couple of years. Now the majors are also 
moving in the area of budget cassettes, 
which until recently have been the exclusive 
preserve of independents like Vox. 

In the two months since Columbia 
Masterworks issued its first, 50 -title batch 
of Odyssey cassettes, the program has 
been a big success, according to Mike 
Kellman, director of product management 
for Masterworks. Retailers confirm that the 
$4.98 list cassettes have been selling un- 
usually well. "The Odysseys are doing well 
because they have a lot of classic Columbia 
recordings - Bruno Walter's Mahler and 
things like that," commented Carl Smiley, 
classical tape manager at the Harvard 
Coop. 

Meanwhile, the other labels are getting 
into the act. DG and Philips have released

This is simply a first-class production. Solti's direction is crisp 
and incisive: Tempos and dynamics are exceptionally well - 
judged, and the performance brings out the work's dramatic 
cohesion. In addition, the soloists are very fine: Lucia Popp's 
voice is positively angelic, and contrasts beautifully with con- 
tralto Yvonne Minton's darker tone. Gwynne Howell also makes 
a splendid contribution, especially in the "Agnes Dei." 

VIVALDI: The Four Seasons - Henryk Szeryng, violinist; 
English Chamber Orchestra - Philips Festivo 6570 061 - List: 
6.98 

So many versions of this work have been recorded that it is 
difficult to grade them. Nevertheless, this one must be recom- 
mended for the purity of Szeryng's tone and the wholeness of 
his vision. Some might cavil at his over -interpretation of certain 
passages; but he is better integrated with the ensemble than, for 
instance, Itzhak Perlman is on his version for Angel. Moreover, 
the orchestral sound is suave and polished. 

FALLA: El Amor Brujo; RAVEL: Sheherazade - Marilyn 
Horne, mezzo-soprano; New York Philharmoniu ("El Amor 
Brojo), Orchestre National de France, Leonard Bernstein, con- 
ductor - Columbia M 35102. List: 7.98 

The colorful, often violent moods of "El Amor Brujo" are 
depicted with an evocative immediacy in this performance. The 
well-known "Ritual Fire Dance" comes across with all its white- 
hot sensuality, and Marilyn Horne turns in a superior solo. Her 
dark -hued, husky tone is also used to good advantage in 
Ravel's sumptuous tone poem, "Scheherazade."

Black Stations See Benefits 
In Dropping Playlist Numbers 

by Carita Spencer 
LOS ANGELES - Growing concern for the 
listening audience, greater exposure for a 
variety of music and record company 
pressure are some of the reasons given by 
programmers for the elimination of num- 
bered playlists at several black radio sta- 
tions in major and secondary markets. 

Stations KDAY-AM in Los Angeles and 
WWRL-AM, New York recently imple- 
mented the change, joining WBMX-FM, 
Chicago; WRAP -AM in Norfolk, Virginia; 
WWDM-FM, Sumpter, North Carolina and 
WOL-AM in Washington, D.C., which have 
not used numbered playlists for a year or 
more. 

Ernest James has been program director 
at WBMX for three years and says the sta- 
tion has used the method since he has been 
there, adding that, in his opinion, there was 
never any reason for numbers in the first 
place. 

'No Frills' 
"We have a no -frills playlist," he explains. 

"People aren't number conscious, they 
want to hear the music they like. Music is 
the most important thing we do and by not 
saying that a song has a number, this allows 
the audience a freedom of choice. We 
believe in music developing its own 
credibility." 
is programmed on a rotation basis involv- 
ing several categories determined by 
research based on listener requests, store 
reports and "call outs." Full-time music 
researchers also observe buying habits "in 
cognito" at record outlets, adds James. 

LPs and Singles 
WBMX programs albums and singles but 

doesn't differentiate between the two on the 
air. In some cases, the station has played 
cuts from albums which later turn out to be 
single releases, as the Commodores' latest 
LP illustrates. Because of audience appeal, 
"Three Times A Lady" is presently in a high 
rotation, and is being released as a single. 

"Audiences need an alternative to dic- 
tator radio," says James. "They need to 
have a choice. In the last ARB surveys, 
WBMX was number three in the market, 18- 
34; third in teens and fifth, 18-49. The effect 
of our method is proving itself in the 
ratings." 

At WOL, program director Don Mac held 
a similar view, saying that in the past radio 
stations have been too concerned with 
record company priorities and sales infor- 
mation from stores. 

"Numbers don't mean anything," he 
says. "We play records based on the needs 
of our station and establish what people 
want to hear by our research methods. 
Music is our main concern." 

Mac went on to say that the different 
categories of music at the station (i.e. hots, 
new, prime LPs, oldies, etc.) are necessary 
so that a variety of music can be played and 
more exposure can be given to the music. 

"For contemporary R&B stations," states 
Mac, "we need loyal listerners. We can't be 
too esoteric, we have to be mass appeal." 

At WWDM, the no -numbers method has 
been in effect for about one year and has 
been "very beneficial" according to music 
director Barbara Taylor. She adds that 
various factors are involved in determining 
the rotation a record will receive. In addition 
to trade and retail information, survey 
sheets from the air personalities are also 
taken into consideration, she says. 

"They (the jocks) know as much as I do 
and also have good ears for music," says 
Taylor. "I feel that the new rotation system is 
easier to follow and a lot fairer to artists 
because everything is equally played. The 
DJs don't pick the music but they have a fair 
amount of input." 

Criteria 
"Numbers don't have much signifi- 

cance," says Barry Mayo, program director 
at WRAP. "What criteria is used to deter- 
mine a number? Requests, sales? What

about the people who don't call the stations 
or who don't purchase records? People 
who call stations are only a certain percen- 
tage of the listening audience. You have to 
identify them and know who they are. Being 
on the air helps a lot because you have to 
have a feel for the audience." 

Mayo feels that these points can't be the 
total determining factors. He believes in the 
"silent majority" and says programmers 
should not let the system override logic. 
Pointing to "Lady Love" by Lou Rawls as an 
example, he explains that although sales 
are down on this record, his research in- 
dicates that people still want to hear it. 

"The advantage of no numbers," Mayo 
maintains, "is that it is easier to categorize 
the music for rotation and every record gets 
an equal chance for becoming a hit. Even in 
a case where you have one or two records 
that are, saleswise, doing as well as those in 
the Top 10, these records still have a 
chance because of the rotation method." 

In conclusion, Mayo says that black 
programmers who have not thought about 
excluding numbers should seriously give 
the matter some consideration. It is impor- 
tant to have a system and rotation, in his 
opinion, because it prevents overexposure 
which, he says, occurs when four or five 
persons (on the air) like a certain record 
and continuously play it. 

"You can't have those people dictating 
music in a market," he says. "Rotation is the 
only way to insure consistency." 

Steve Woods and Spanky Lane, 
program and research directors, respec- 
tively, at KDAY, agree that the elimination of 
numbers will allow for more freedom in 
compiling the playlist. 

"The mechanics of the numbered playlist 
were holding back new product" says Lane. 
"In a case where you have five or six new 
songs, you couldn't add them all in a num- 
bered situation because you would have to 

drop an equal number of records from cer- 
tain positions in order to do that." He adds, 
"The numbered playlist actually defeats the 
purpose of adding records." 

Woods continues, "This system allows 
more of a free form, more room to add and 
drop records, and we feel that we are being 
more accurate by giving the 10 hottest 
albums in alphabetical order and a listing of 
the others being played, also in 
alphabetical order. The same method ap- 
plies with the singles." 

Lane notes that an awareness of the 
target audience is a very important part of 
research. Research, he says, is knowing 
everything about the product in order to 
create greater motivation. 

Marc Olds, general manager at WWRL, 
states that the station is far more concerned 
with the general sound and type of music 
rather than with numbers. 

"People are more interested in a variety 
of music," adds Sonny Taylor, program 
director at the station, "and we want the 
best possible music for our listeners. The 
numbered system limited the music selec- 
tion. Now we can interchange the music as 
often as we feel we have to. Every record is 
equally played at the different levels of rota- 
tion and the main advantage is that we con- 
stantly keep our finger on the pulse of the 
audience."

classical continuity series in supermarkets 
has proven, many discount store 
customers will buy budget -priced classical 
records. "If the rack jobbers and dealers 
don't have an introduction to classics in 
their stores, they're missing out on 
something that their public is buying," he 
asserted. 

At the same time, Moss is telling 
specialty retailers that items like Vox Boxes 
yield "an abnormally high gross profit 
margin" and as many as eight to ten turns a 
year. "We want that story told, and we're 
going to support it with advertising and dis- 
play materials so that stores that are not en- 
joying it can enjoy it." 

Among future projects, Moss plans to 
expand Vox's worldwide licensing arrange- 
ments while continuing to build its lines. 
Eventually, there may be folk and jazz lines, 
according to Strenger. In addition, Vox is 
beginning negotiations to license out -of - 
print releases from the major classical 
labels.

minute -plus single. At the same time, ii 
gave more focus to the 45. 

But perhaps the greatest factor respon- 
sible for Mangione's slow but sure climb 
upwards was an usually high listener 
response in the face of PD skepticism. At 
WNEW-FM, New York, an AOR station, 
program director Tom Morrera desbribed 
Mangione as having had reputation as a 
popular jazz artist, "one that would make 
our jocks tend more to pull one of his 
records out as they were looking through 
the instrumentals." However, Morrera con- 
ceded that listener reaction to Mangione 
was "heavier than normal." 

Ruth Pinebo, music director of MOR sta- 
tion KLOS in Los Angeles described 
Mangione's success best when she said, 
"we never go on a record with that sort of 
jazz flavor, but we couldn't ignore the num- 
bers. There was good local sales, but when 
it started to show up heavily on our request 
sheets, we knew we couldn't ignore it."

two -track studio in Bound Brook, N.J. One 
of the demos he cut there was sold to Bob 
Crewe, producer of The Four Seasons, who 
introduced him to Bill Holland and Brian 
Dozier at Motown. Eventually, he moved to 
Detroit and helped produce "Band Of 
Gold." 

Camillo never became a staff producer 
at Motown, however. While working there 
as an arranger, he was offered a production 
deal, but, as he recalled, "it was a seven- 
year contract and very hairy, so I decided 
not to do it. And I just stayed in Detroit work- 
ing free-lance for about 31/2 years; then I 

made my own record and split." The first 
record which he produced on his own was 
"I Hear A Song In My Heart," recorded by 
Sandra Richardson, and later a hit for 
Gladys Knight. 

Returning to Somerville in 1971, Camillo 
began producing at the 16 -track Venture 
Recording Studio and established Venture 
Productions. Since then, he has worked 
strictly as an independent producer; but 
that may soon change. Recently, he set up a 
new firm with Cecil Barker (former 
manager of Peaches & Herb and Sly and 
the Familty Stone) called CB Productions. 
They have already signed Sandra 
Richardson, John Gates, and a group 
called Creme de Cacao, and are presently 
shopping for a label deal. 

'Big Voice' 
Camillo's most recent production credits 

include albums for RCA recording artists 
Valentine and Helen Schneider. He noted 
that the difference between his production 
on Schneider's current album, "Let It Be 
Now," and Ron Dante's on her debut LP lies 
in approach, not in quality. "I think Ron did 
a good job. He might have been a little 
.afraid of her big voice, but there was a logic 
in that, too. He thought people wouldn't 
really go for that because it lends itself to 
being MOR, so he might have tried to get 
her into a more commercial bag by not ex- 
posing her voice so big. And I decided 
before I got into it that I would take a chance 
and expose her voice fully, and let the chips 
fall where they may." 

Working with an artist's concepts without 
imposing one's own ideas can be very 
tricky for a producer. Camillo pointed out. 
"That's one of the major problems," he 
said. "And it's one of the reasons why I've 
shied away from self-contained groups. It's 
actually their music, their songs, and they 
have an investment of time and talent. So 
it's really difficult to say, 'Hey, let's do it my 
way. I think it's better for you,' or whatever. 
It can get really sticky. In a group situation, 
there's so many elements involved, and 
everybody's got their own interests. And 
unless their thoughts and ideas are unified, 
you become an arbitrator in a lot of ways. 

"What it really boils down to is trust. They 
have to feel they can depend on your 
musical sense and your ideas about what's 
going to work. And that sometimes is a 

tricky proposition." 
Conflicting Interests 

If he only had to deal with the artists, 
Camillo would be happy. But, as he noted, 
the producer is the man in the middle. He 
must reconcile the often conflicting in- 
terests of the artist, the record label, the 
manager and other involved parties. And if 
the album turns out to be a stiff, the 
producer receives a large share of the 
blame. 

Camillo recalled a recent dinner at which 
he sat with a particular artist and people 
from his record company. "Here's an artist 
with certain songs that I have misgivings 
about," he said. "And my responsibility is to 
deliver a record that's obviously going to be 
a viable piece of product. So I have to state 
my case: 'OK, here's what I think of the 
songs - they're charming, lovely and so 

on, but when you put them out in the 
marketplace, I think you ought to know that 
you've got the kind of an album that's going 
to represent an artist with a certain kind of 
appeal. And if that's OK with you, I'll do the 
most credible kind of job that I can with it. 

But we're not going to put records out there 
that are going to go zap! in the singles 
market.' I need to state my case so that they 
all know what we're dealing with. 

"And then in the studio, the artist gets 
into his own thing and says, 'Well, I feel I'm 
really an artist who knows my own music 
and I'm a musician, and I just basically need 
somebody there to work the electronics.' 
And my response is, 'What do you need me 
for? You need an engineer, not me.' That's 
the kind of thing you deal with all the time." 

Production Style 
If there is a hallmark to his production 

style, Camillo said, it is economy. "I try to 
put things in the right place so that there are 
no wasted notes for the sake of wasted 
notes. I just try to leave enough space so 
that it's not cluttered, and so that when 
things do come up, they hold an interest. It's 
like a picture that draws your eye in, and 
you see different things in different places. 
And to me that's what an arrangement and 
a production are all about, just holding your 
interest and not inundating you with a lot of 
sound." 

How has Camillo's classical training af- 
fected his approach to working in the R&B, 
MOR, jazz and rock fields? "I found in my 
growth, my transition from that area into 
this. I had to get past using some kinds of 
elements that I would use (in classical -style 
composition)," the producer replied. "But 
they come up sometimes and can be very 
valuable, also. And it's easier knowing all 
the devices and the concepts."

cassette versions of all their mid -line 
Festivo and Privilege LPs at $6.98 list, 
which is a budget price compared to $8.98 
list for their full -line product. Angel's 
Seraphim label is currently shipping its first 
50 budget cassettes, listing for $4.98. And 
RCA Gold Seal will release 20 cassettes at 
$4.98 list toward the end of this month. 

Irwin Katz, director of Red Seal merchan- 
dising for RCA Records, said, "There is a 
definite market for a budget line of 
cassettes at this time. The new RCA line will 
find a strong position in that market, featur- 
ing as it will performances by one of the 
greatest array of artists imaginable." 

Among the titles in the first RCA cassette 
release are Tchaikovsky's Fifth Symphony 
with Pierre Monteux conducting the Boston 
Symphony; Tchaikovsky's Violin Concerto 
coupled with Dvorak's "Romance"

However, Tower Records' Westwood store 
in Los Angeles sells the Odyssey cassettes 
for $2.99, 20ív less than the $3.19 shelf on 
the corresponding LPs. Besides this price 
factor, buyer Tim Timmermans explained, 
the cassettes are also attractive to Tower's 
customers because "there isn't that much 
difference in the quality between a budget 
tape and a full -priced tape." 

Sound, Price, Artists 
Steve Sturm, Sam Goody classical 

buyer, felt that the budget cassettes are do- 
ing well because "it has a good sound, the 
price is right, and the artists - though old - were still good in their day."

Hankerson, according to the action, "was 
guilty of malice and oppression and inten- 
ded to injure plaintiffs, so that plaintiffs, in 
addition to their actual damages, are en- 
titled to exemplary and punitive damages in 
a sum of not less than $1 million."

Also, that "the loss 
thereof will cause great and irreparable 
damage to plaintiffs' profits, business 
standing and reputation which cannot be 
compensated by an award of money 
damages." 

Because of these charges the suit 
alleges, Hankerson is guilty of unfair com- 
petition, according to the California 
Business and Professions Code. 

The suit asks the court for actual 
damages as proven, punitive damages of at 
least $1 million and "an order permanently 
enjoining and restraining Hankerson ... 
from and against entering into, of including 
Knight or others to enter into, any agree- 
ment for the rendition of recording services 
by Knight to any competitor of plaintiffs." 

Pending further legal action, the com- 
plaint asks for a temporary restraining or- 
der and preliminary injunction Hankerson 
and his "all persons acting in concert with 
him," from entering Knight into a new 
recording contract. 

Last week, in a related matter, Buddah 
and Arista moved to dismiss the $23 million 
lawsuit Knight filed against the labels in late 
April (Cash Box, June 10).

Seeburg's Cohen Thrives On 
The Challenge Of Promotion 
CHICAGO - Observing the development 
of a jukebox in all of the various stages from 
a cardboard mock-up to the finished 
product is "one of the exciting aspects of 
the (coin machine) business," according to 
Bernie Cohen. The jukebox referred to 
bears the Seeburg logo, of course, since 
Cohen is the firm's advertising and sales 
promotion manager. In this position, which 
he has held for the past 11 years, he super- 
vises the creation and design of the attrac- 
tive brochures which are part and parcel of 
every product produced by the Seeburg 
Corporation, and this goes for vending 
also. 

Since a brochure, or similar promotional 
piece, often provides potential customers 
with their first glimpse of a new product, it 
must accurately and attractively depict said 
product and serve as an enticement to buy. 
Therefore, Cohen spends many hours at 
the photography studio supervising the 
camera work, and he also designs the sets 
which are used in presenting the product 
graphically. 

Then there's the text - the descriptive 
copy which is an integral part of the project. 
Although it is said a picture is worth a thou- 
sand words, when promotion and exposure 
is the object, it doesn't hurt to include a few 
paragraphs defining the physical and 
mechanical features of the product.

The finished product is subsequently 
displayed by Seeburg distributors, but first 
premiered at territorial showings, and 
Cohen plays a very vital role in this aspect 
since in addition to the brochures, there are 
specially -designed invitations and 
voluminous promotional materials that

Bally President 
Sees No Basis For 
Antitrust Probe 
CHICAGO - William T. O'Donnell, chair- 
man and president of Bally Manufacturing 
Corp., has responded to recent wire service 
reports about a preliminary investigation by 
the Justice Department into Bally's slot 
machine operations. 

In a statement, O'Donnell said: "The 
reports contained in the news story which 
was published earlier today (May 30) in 
regard to the Justice Department's in- 
vestigating whether Bally monopolizes the 
slot machine industry and has violated 
Federal antitrust laws by engaging in an- 
ticompetitive activities against competitors 
have, in our opinion, absolutely no basis in 
fact or practice." 

O'Donnell went on to say that "the news 
story that was published by Dow Jones to- 
day was, in essence, a re -hash of the same 
story that appeared in Barron's, another 
Dow Jones publication, this past weekend. 
The sole difference between the two stories 
was that in the Barron's story Bally's slot 
machines operations, among other gaming 
machine manufacturers, were alleged to be 
under preliminary investigation and, ac- 
cording to today's story, it was confirmed 
that such a preliminary investigation was in 
process." 

O'Donnell further stated: "It is surprising 
that the Justice Department would not have 
contacted Bally first, prior to talking to Dow 
Jones." 

O'Donnell also noted that "there is ab- 
solutely no reason to believe that such a 
preliminary investigation will ever amount 
to anything since Bally has never engaged 
in unfair or anticompetitive business prac- 
tices and this, I am certain, will be borne out 
by the preliminary investigation." 

O'Donnell continued that "neither Bally, 
nor any other American company, can ever 
be penalized for being the best in their 
business."
