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EDITORIAL 
Faster Than A Bullet 

The Cash Box Top 200 Albums chart this week 
reflects a faster -than -usual pace up the ladder for 
some outstanding new releases by major artists. 
Both the artists and their respective record com- 
panies, along with radio and retail, should be lauded 
for sparking immediate consumer reaction to the 
new product. 

In just two weeks, the Rolling Stones have jumped 
into the top ten. Moreover, the new releases by Andy 
Gibb and Bruce Springsteen are bulleting at #12 
and #13 respectively in only three weeks, while Bob 
Seger and the Commodores are bulleting at #3 and 
#4 after a short six weeks. 

Aside from the stature of these artists, the 
marketing campaigns employed by the labels have 
been instrumental in building consumer awareness 

and sales in an unusually short period of time. 
Cooperation from retailers and radio have also 
played an important role in this situation. 

Another key is the overall awareness that con- 
sumers have of recorded music, which can lead to 
sales for lesser known artists. In the same way that 
"Saturday Night Fever" brought customers into the 
retail outlets, the current flurry of activity is sure to 
have a similar effect. 

So, with new albums just released by Bob Dylan 
and Foreigner, this trend of exploding records 
should continue. And while the summer months are 
invariably written off as a time when sales are soft, it 
definitely appears that records are becoming the 
year-round commodity that they always should have 
been.

Through `Image' Campaigns

NEW YORK - Blond Shaun Cassidy toots 
the horn of his foreign sports car on the 
cover of a national teen magazine. The 
members of Kraftwerk introduce manne- 
quins to symbolize the machine -like objec- 
tivity of their music at a listening session for 
their album, "Man Machine." From the 
flashing lights of a miniature spaceship 
emitting smoke descends a sartorially 
resplendent Dr. Funkenstein, self-pro- 
claimed "Maggot Overlord" of Parliament- 
Funkadelic. With a mike cord strung 
around his neck, Iggy Pop hurls himself to 
the ground, smearing broken glass across 
his naked chest. 

President Hosts 
First Jazz Fest 
At White House 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - President Jimmy 
Carter hosted a special jazz concert on the 
White House lawn on Sunday, June 18, to 
commemorate the 25th anniversary of the 
Newport Jazz Festival. 

Before the music began, Carter praised 
jazz for its "live, aggressive, innovative, 
never -compromising quality," and remin- 
ded the audience of nearly 600 invited 
guests that "if ever there was an indigenous 
art form, peculiar and special to the United 
States, that is jazz." Carter also took the 
stage at the end of the show, and, accom- 
panied by Dizzie Gillespie and Max Roach, 
sang lead vocals on "Salt Peanuts." 

A score of the country's most prominent 
jazz musicians performed at the White 
House, including George Benson, McCoy 
Tyner, Ornette Coleman, Sonny Rollins, 
Benny Carter, Stan Getz, Dexter Gordon 
and Mary Lou Williams. (A review of the 
concert appears in the Cash Box jazz sec- 
tion.) 

A large number of music business ex- 
ecutives were also in attendance, including 
Bruce Lundvall, president of CBS Records 
Division, Ahmet Ertegun, chairman of the 
board of Atlantic Records, Robert 
Stigwood, president of the Robert 
Stigwood Organization; Ken Gamble and 
Leon Huff, co-principalsof Philadelphia In- 
ternational Records; Clive Davis, president 
of Arista Records; and Herb Alpert and 
Jerry Moss, co -principals of A&M Records. 

These strikingly individual pictures point 
up the fact that "image" has become a 
crucial ingredient in the promotion and 
marketing of an artist today. A look at the 
rock band Kiss, for example, offers some 
insight into the cultivation of an image. The 
group's early experimentation with make- 
up developed into a graphic visual presen- 
tation that has created powerful group per- 
sona. Outfitted with costumes that served 
to project what each member of the group 
perceived his own self-image to be (ele- 
ments included a demon figure, a 
whiskered feline, a spaceman, and a star - 
eyed sex symbol), Kiss seized the imagina- 
tion of young rock fans almost immediately. 
Partly due to this mystique, the group's nine 
albums for Casablanca Record and Film- 
works have achieved gold, platinum and 
double platinum status, accounting for in- 
ternational album sales in excess of $30 
million. 

'Develop An Image' 
"Kiss happened at a time when there 

weren't many 'images' per se in the record 
industry," observed Bill Aucoin, president 
of Aucoin Management and the group's 
manager. "Coming out of the '60s, I felt that 
it was important for the band to develop an 
image that was strong enough for people to 
take hold of. Whether the public thought we 
would succeed with it didn't really matter. 
The group's ideas about performing came 
out of their feeling that if they were going to 
make a name for themselves, they would 
need something to make people stand up 
and take notice of them. Historically, when 
you consider the masks that were used in 
Greek tragedy, Kiss utilizes makeup in 

much the same way."

Eight New Albums Reach The 
Top 25 In Six Weeks Or Less 
LOS ANGELES - Because of the large 
number of new releases from major artists 
in recent weeks, eight albums have 
reached the Top 25 in six weeks or less, 
almost double the usual amount. Three of 
those albums have hit the upper reaches of 
the chart in half that time. 

A check of 14 chart listings over the past 
year shows an average of between four and 
five albums within the Top 25 after six 
weeks or less. No chart surveyed had more

than this week's eight albums in the Top 25 
in the given time period. 

The Commodores' "Natural High" and 
"Stranger In Town" by Bob Seger & The 
Silver Bullet Band took six weeks each to 
achieve their current chart positions of #3 
bullet and #4 bullet, respectively. In only 
two weeks, the Rolling Stones' "Some 
Girls" is at #9 bullet, having debuted last 
week at #18 bullet, the highest pop album 
debut of the year. 

Also neck and neck are Andy Gibbs's 
"Shadow Dancing" at #12 bullet and Bruce 
Springsteen's "Darkness On The Edge Of 
Town" at #13 bullet, both of which have 
been on the chart for three weeks. 

In five weeks, Joe Walsh's "But 
Seriously, Folks ... " album has reached 
the #17 bullet slot, while Barbra Streisand 
has taken the #23 bullet position in four 
weeks, followed by Bonnie Tyler's "It's A 
Heartache" album, which is at #24 bullet af- 
ter five weeks on the chart. 

In other chart activity, The Moody Blues' 
"Octave" album is the highest debuting 
album this week, entering the chart at #53 
bullet. "Pyramid" by The Alan Parsons Pro- 
ject is the only other album this week to 
debut inside the Top 100, coming in at #74 
bullet. 

On the Cash Box Top 100 Singleschart, 
Andy Gibb's "Shadow Dancing" holds the 
#1 bullet position for the fifth consecutive 
week. The Rolling Stones' "Miss You" is 

making a rapid ascension of the singles 
chart landing this week at #6 bullet in only 
six weeks. 

The Commodores' "Three Times A 
Lady" is #34 bullet in its second week, hav- 
ing been the highest pop single debut last 
week at #54 bullet. The highest debuting 
pop single this week is Foreigner's "Hot 
Blooded," at #55 bullet.

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New Faces To Watch 

Snail 
Ten years ago in Santa Cruz, California, 

Bob O'Neill put together a band called 
Snail. It quickly became the hottest band in 
the area, and it still is today. But it was only 
this year that Snail put out its first album, a 
self -titled rocker that is catching on at AOR 
stations nationwide. 

"We've been ready for a long time," says 
singer/guitarist Ken Kraft. "The right deal 
just never came along." 

The group almost signed with Buck 
Owens for Capitol in 1970, but it wasn't until 
a few months ago that Cream Records was 
able to sign the quartet. 

Singer/guitarist O'Neill is the only 
original member of the group left. Nine 
years ago Kraft called him up and asked if 
they could get together and play. When the 
two met, the foundation of the current Snail 
lineup was formed. 

"Even back then, Snail was what was 
happening in Santa Cruz," says Kraft. Over 
the years many of rock's top acts dis- 
covered Snail and had the group play on 
their bills, including Santana, Chuck Berry, 
Elvin Bishop, Edgar Winter, Ted Nugent, 
Taj Mahal, Boz Scaggs and the Doobie 
Brothers. 

All this time the members of the band 
behind O'Neill and Kraft changed almost 
continually. Three years ago a friend of 
bass player Jack Register introduced him 
to Kraft, and Jack soon joined the group. 
Drummer Jim Norris originally signed on as 
a session man on the album, but fit in so 
well he has become a part of the band. 

Now that Snail finally has a record deal, 
the group is looking to the future. While 
playing together they became friendly with 
the Doobies, and the two acts plan to per- 
form together in the coming months. 
Television appearances on American 
Bandstand and the Midnight Special are 
also on the agenda, as is a second Cream 
LP to be recorded in late summer or early 
fall. 

"We'd like to reach a level of mass accep- 
tance to allow us enough time in the studio 
to do our best work," says Kraft. "The 
studio can be another creative instument, 
but we've been concentrating on perform- 
ing the past ten years so we have a lot to 
learn in the studio." 

The group may not have had a lot of 
studio practice, but Snail's debut album 
has earned considerable attention. Con- 
sisting almost entirely of melodic, driving, 
guitar -oriented rock 'n' roll, many believe 
the album has the potential to be one of the 
sleeper successes of 1978. 

On stage, O'Neill and Kraft serve as 
counterpoints for their audiences. O'Neill 
roams the stage, exhausting himself with 
unforced theatrics while Kraft stands 
almost motionless at his mike, except for 
his fingers furiously manipulating his 
guitar. 

O'Neill and Kraft also do the bulk of the 
group's songwriting, but they do use some 
material by former Snail members Larry 
Hosford and Victor Phillips. 

Snail also includes some covers in its 
repertoire, most notably the Beatles' "And 
Your Bird Can Sing," which actually rivals 
the original version. 

After ten years with Snail, O'Neill is 
somewhat surprised at the quartet's new- 
found success. "I just didn't expect the 
sales or radio response we're getting," 
O'Neill comments. "But after all these 
years, it's refreshing to be 'making it.' " 

Toby Beau 
Toby Beau is a country rock group with a 

difference. That difference is best summed 
up by their debut 45, "My Angel Baby," 
currently climbing the Cash Box Top 100 
Singles Chart. To be sure, the band has all 
the qualities of country rock at its best; high, 
sweet vocal harmonies, sliding and twang- 
ing guitars, and lyrics that mine the 
mythology of the old West while redefining 
the honky tonk blues. But "My Angel Baby" 
transcends category. It's the kind of rock 
and roll love song, like "Since I Don't Have 
You" and "Then You Can Tell Me Good- 
bye," that is capable of achieving the most 
popular kind of success, without betraying 
its soulful grassroots. 

Yet "Angel" almost failed to get on the 
band's RCA debut album, "Toby Beau." 
Vocalist Balde Silva explains how the tune 
grew from an idea into a hit record. "When 
me and Danny McKenna (the group's lead 
guitarist) were getting together tunes for 
the album, we had more than we needed. 
But Danny had this melody that he kept 
playing over and over. Finally, when we got 
the tune together, it sounded a little too 
foreign to our sound, a little too '50s. We 
thought that, if nothing else, maybe we 
could get Gladys Knight to record it. But 
when Danny played it for our producer, 
Sean Delaney, he told us that we'd have to 
be crazy not to record it. When we finally 
worked out a full band arrangement of it we 
all felt the same way." 

Silva and McKenna have known each 
other for ten years. Toby Beau started four 
years ago as an acoustic guitar duo that in- 
cluded McKenna, expanded to a trio, then 
went electric, adding and subtracting mem- 
bers until it reached its present line-up, 
which includes Ron Rose on guitar, banjo, 
and mandolin, Steve Zipper on bass, and 
Rob Young on drums. 

A lot of the band members grew up 
arond the Rio Grande Valley in Texas, just 
four miles north of Mexico, and have been 
involved with music since they were 
children. McKenna started to play guitar at 
age six, encouraged by his father, who 
played piano and was a local radio and 
television disc jockey. Silva remembers 
singing Beatles duets with a friend in the 
second grade. Young started playing 
drums because his father had done it as the 
leaders of his own band. 

Even the best musicians of course, can 
get only so far in the Rio Grande Valley. 
About a year after Toby Beau was formed, 
the group set out for San Antonio to in- 
crease their opportunities. One night, the 
group Starz, who had been in town for a 
concert, were hanging out at an after-hours 
club where Toby Beau was performing. 
One of their crew members was so knocked 
out, he called his brother, Sean Delaney, a 
staff member with Starz' management firm, 
Aucoin. Delaney flew down to hear them, 
liked what he heard, and worked out an 
agreement with the group to produce them. 
He flew them to England so that they could 
have the engineering services of a friend of 
his, Mike Stone. 

Silva sums up the group's attitude 
towards their success. "This is easily the 
biggest part of my life" he says. "I can see a 

year from now and the songs we'll be 
writing. I see direction I never had before. 
It's the excitement that something we're do- 
ing is getting recognized." For Toby Beau, 
at this point recognition is something 
earned and deserved. 

Managers Series: 

Jason Cooper Uses Personal 
Approach, Competitive Spirit

LOS ANGELES - As an ex -football player 
and still -active fan of the sport, manager 
Jason Cooper often looks at contracts, 
tours and release plans in terms of "the 
game" and the acts he handles as members 
of "the team." 

Whatever way he views it, Cooper's 
method of management currently has him 
on something of a winning streak with a 
line-up which incudes Dave Mason, Ron 
Wood, Les Dudek, Mike Finnigan and Jim 
Krueger, along with his latest recruit, Mark 
Stein, former keyboard player with Vanilla 
Fudge. 

"The hardest thing for me," Cooper says, 
"is to slow down. There is always so much 
going on, it's hard for a manager to relax. 
Some guys can turn it on and off. I can't. It's 
like some coaches pace on the sidelines, 
some just sit there. I'm one of those 
pacers." 

Cooper is even busier than usual now 
with Mason beginning his summer tour July 
4, the Dudek -Finnigan -Krueger band in the 
midst of an extensive nationwide concert 
schedule, Ron Wood touring with the Roll- 
ing Stones and work just beginning with 
Mark Stein. 

"At this point, it's not the hardest thing in 
the world, putting a band on the road," he 
says. "I've done it a lot of times, it's just a 
matter of doing it." 

Watches Everything 
What is hard for him, Cooper says, is be- 

ing able to delegate responsibilities to other 
individuals, because he says he likes to 
know every aspect of what is happening on

LOS ANGELES - On July 4, the Beach 
Boys, Santana and Joan Baez will join three 
Russian music acts - Pesnyari, Ariel and 
Alla Pubatcheva - for the first joint 
American/Russian pop festival in 
Leningrad.

Providence Radio Witnessing 
FM Boom, Combo Domination

LOS ANGELES - Between New York and 
Boston lies Providence, Rhode Island, the 
25th largest radio market in the country ac- 
cording to Arbitron. Despite the fact that 
Boston, and sometimes New York, signals 
show up in the Providence ARBs. 
Providence broadcasters insist that sta- 
tions from those giant cities are not factors 
in their market. They instead point to the 
growth of FM and the domination of four 
AM -FM combos as the key facets of radio in 
Providence today. 

"The single most exciting change over 
the past five years here has been the growth 
of FMs, with the one exception of WPRO- 
AM," says John Franks, owner and general 
manager of WHIM -AM and WHJY-FM, one 
of the dominant combos in the city. "The 
FM share of the market is now bigger than 
the AM share. And in such a geographically 
close market, with our high population den- 
sity, the FM signals actually have better 
coverage than the AMs." 

Other notable factors in the market are 
the lack of any R&B formats and the large 
number of stations that show up in the 
Providence ratings. Located in the midst of 
the eastern seaboard megalopolis, 
Providence has some 45 stations listed in 
its ratings book, but the bulk of area 
listeners tune in to one of the four combos 
that dominate Providence radio. 

Top Rated WPRO 
The top rated combo in the April/May 

ARB is WPRO-AM/FM, owned by Capitol 
Cities Communications. WPRO-AM, 
programmed by Dave McNamee, is the 
traditional adult contemporary station in 
town, featuring well-known local er -

Labels Eye Retail Potential 
Of Colored Vinyl & Pic Discs 

by Peter Hartz 

LOS ANGELES - In an attempt to heighten 
"street buzz" and artist visibility, many 
record companies have utilized colored 
vinyl and picture discs in their promotional 
efforts in recent years. However, because 
of more recent high trade interest in such 
releases, several labels have issued 
colored vinyl as a retail item, meeting with 
considerable success. 

Picture discs, although primarily 
promotional items because of the high cost 
of manufacturing, are also being offered or 
planned for sale at retail level. Mushroom 
Records, for example, is offering a picture 
disc of Heart's "Magazine" album at $13.98 
with an expected press run of 150,000 
copies. In addition, CBS is reportedly plan- 
ning to test market in Canada a small run of 
the Meatloaf "Bat Out Of Hell" album pic- 
ture disc at an undisclosed price; Capitol is 
in the planning stages of issuing a picture 
disc of the Beatles original "Sgt. Pepper 
and The Lonely Hearts Club Band" LP, with 
expected run to be in excess of 150,000 
copies. 

Individualizing Releases 
These are examples of growing industry 

interest in various means of individualizing 
releases, amidst the swelling sea of stan- 
dard black vinyl product. The colored vinyl 
and picture disc items are generating con- 
siderable interest among "vinyl junkies," 
and other collectors who regard these 
smaller rün items as valuable investments. 

In the past year, labels have issued pic- 
ture discs of name acts and these discs are 
fetching high resell prices on the street. 
Originally intended as promotional Items to 
attract the attention of radio programmers 
and reviewers within the industry, the items 
have aroused considerable consumer in- 
terest. The Mushroom release of the 
"Magazine" album is considered by some 
to be a test case of the item's commercial 
viability. Relatively low-priced as against 
the actual higher cost of picture discs, the 
album is expected to sell briskly. Other 
labels are reportedly attempting to deter- 
mine what higher prices, more in line with 
manufacturer's prices, the consumer 
market will allow. 

The Fitzgerald/Hartley Co., manufac- 
tureres of Pic Disc, and holder of several 
patents on the lamination process, is 
currently expanding its facilities in an at- 
tempt to meet additional interest by the 
labels. Because of the manual process 
utilized in the manufacture of picture discs, 
the company's 20 presses (including 
presses recently acquired via a deal with 

Houston Records in Texas) are capable of 
production of only several thousand 
records a day. Within the confines of this 
technology, Larry Fitzgerald of the firm felt 
that additional production was possible. 

The company has already pressed pic- 
ture discs for promotional purposes for 
Columbia, Mushroom, Capitol, ABC, War- 
ner Bros., Elektra/Asylum, 20th Century 
and Janus. 

Because of the lower costs, colored vinyl 
is a more prevalent promotional item with 
more immediate retail impact. A&M 
Records, Butterfly Records, and Capitol 
among others, are utilizing colored vinyl on 
several releases, while foreign companies 
are manufacturing discs for export to the 
American market. 

Butterfly has issued eight releases on 
colored vinyl for promotional purposes, ac- 
cording to a company spokesperson. The 
Tuxedo Junction record was pressed in 
gold vinyl and 140,000 copies were repor- 
tedly sold before the label switched to stan- 
dard black for the remainder of the run. 
Usual practice among the labels appears to 
dictate that after interest has been aroused

FDA Sets Rules 
For Laser Shows 

by Joanne Ostrow 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - Citing potential 
health hazards to performers and concert- 
goers, the Food and Drug Administration 
(FDA) has established guidelines for the 
use of laser light shows in connection with 
rock concerts. 

In an "official communication" last May, 
the FDA told Columbia recording group 
Blue Oyster Cult to either decrease the 
power of its laser show or restructure the 
system so that beams do not come in direct 
contact with performers or members of the 
audience. A spokesman for the FDA's 
Bureau of Radiological Health said that 
while there has never been an injury 
resulting from lasers, there is the potential 
for burns or eye damage to concert -goers. 

Concerts Monitored 
Representatives of the FDA attended 

concerts by a number of rock groups using 
laser light shows and informed the bands of 
the potential dangers last November. At 
that time, FDA announced minimum safety 
standards had been set. But the FDA went 
to a Blue Oyster Cult concert in Dayton, 
Ohio, in late March, and another one in 
Atlanta a month later, and reportedly found

Brooks Arthur Stresses Artist 
Commitment While In Studio

LOS ANGELES - Beginning in 1960 as a 
teen-age recording engineer aid 
songwriter signed with Don Kirshner, 
Brooks Arthur has maintained an ex- 
tremely active career as a producer, 
engineer, studio owner and NARAS official. 
The 37 -year -old Arthur has produced 
albums for Janis Ian, Carole Bayer Sager, 
Debby Boone, Bette Midler and Keith 
Carradine; co -owned two New York 
recording studios (Century Sound and 
914), served as national vice presiden: of 
NARAS, and engineered numerous hit 
albums throughout the '60's. In addition, 
Arthur has earned a doctorate degree in 
medicine. 

Born and raised in New York City, Artiur 
first began his musical career as a 

songwriter working along -side such 
songwriting luminaries as Carole King & 

Gerry Goffin, Jerry Leiber & Mike Stoller, 
and Neil Sedaka & Howie Greenfield. 
Arthur recalls the period when he would at- 
tend medical school during the day and 
engineer and compose songs at night. 

"Being American, white and Jewish, I 

had to have something to fall back on to 
please my mother," said Arthur. "My 
medical studies were my daytime activity 
and my music career was my night-time 
thing. I would study until two or three in the 
morning, and then maybe write a song with 
friends like Howie Greenfield and Neil 
Sedaka. It was an amazing period in my 
life." 

After his early '60's period engineering 
such hits by the Chiffons, the Shangri-Las 

Debby Boone (I) and Brooks Arthur 
and the Ronettes, Arthur went on to 
engineer recordings for such artists as Van 
Morrison, Neil Diamond and Janis Ian 
before deciding to become involved with 
producing. At first co -producing records 
with people such as Jeff Barry, Chip Taylor 
and Jerry Ragavoy, Arthur later began 
producing on his own in the '70s, quickly 
achieving success producing three major 
albums for Janis Ian: "Stars," the Grammy 
award -winning "Between The Lines" and 
"Aftertones." Most recently, Arthur has im- 
mensely enjoyed working with Carole 
Bayer Sager and Debby Boone, both whom 
will release new albums in early July. 

Like his affiliation with Ian, Arthur has 
relished working with Sager and Boone, 
because he feels that all three are ex- 
tremely committed, passionate artists who 
possess an overwhelming urge to achieve 
success as recording artists. Arthur noted 
the similarities between Sager and Boone 
in the studio.

`Grease' Moves Ahead of `Fever' Pace 
LOS ANGELES - Despite the unpreceden- 
ted success of the "Saturday Night Fever" 
soundtrack album, RSO Records reports 
the "Grease" soundtrack is ahead of the 
sales pace set by the "Fever" LP. 

According to RSO, "Saturday Night 
Fever" had sold one million copies prior to 
the release of the film from which it was 
taken. "Grease," on the other hand, sold 
11/2 million before the film was released. 

The film itself is also outgrossing "Satur- 
day Night Fever" with afigure of $9.3 million 
in its first three days, a record for 
Paramount Pictures. 

"'Grease' is doing much better initially 
that 'Saturday Night Fever,' " according to 
Emiel Petrone, western regional manager 
of Polygram Distribution, which distributes 
RSO. "It's selling much faster than 'Satur- 
day Night Fever' did at the start. 

"We've gotton retail orders for 25,000 
and 50,000 units. Tower Records Sunset 
Store also has reordered twice, and Nehi 
(Peaches) and the Wherehouse have also 

reordered. All views of the record are very 
positive. I don't know if it will wind up being 
bigger than ;Saturday Night Fever,' but 
right now everything looks very good," 
Petrone said. 

Immediate Impact 
Following the opening of the film in 

Westwood, an immediate impact was felt at 
the retail level, while it took about 10 days to 
see any significant result sales from the 
"Fever" film, RSO reports. Tower Records 
sold out all copies of the "Grease" album at 
its Westwood store, following the premiere. 
a quantity estimated at 200-300 units. Other 
stores in the area saw similar results. 

"Saturday Night Fever" currently is in its 
24th week in the #1 bullet position on the 
Cash Box Top 200 Album chart, having first 
entered the Cart 30 weeks ago-. 

"Grease" currently is #15 bullet after 
debuting seven weeks ago at #57 bullet 
"Fever" by comparison debuted at #62 
bullet. Both albums are two -record sets 
listed at $12.98.

1,200 Delegates 
Attend AFM Meet 
LOS ANGELES - The focus of the 81st an- 
nual convention of the American Federa- 
tion of Musicians was voiced by AFM presi- 
dent Victor Fuentealba who asked the un- 
ion's 1,200 delegates to "concentrate our 
efforts on organizing the hundreds of thou- 
sands of unorganized musicians 
throughout the United States and Canada." 

It was Fuentealba's first speech to a con- 
vention since becoming AFM president in 
January. Speaking at the convention held 
June 19-22 in Spokane, Wash., he announ- 
ced his goal of doubling the Federation's 
300,000 membership within the next five 
years. 

One of the big issues at the convention 
was the convention itself, which Fuentealba 
said is becoming increasingly a major ex- 
penditure. He estimated the cost of the an- 
nual meeting at "approximately $500,000 a 

year." One of the 72 resolutions the 
delegates considered was the substitution 
of a biennial convention instead of the pre- 
sent annual meet. 

He also urged the delegates to press for 
passage of HR 6063 which is the legislation 
to establish a performance royalty for 
sound recordings. 

The most important issue facing the un- 
ion, Fuentealba said, is to "restore the 
American Federation of Musicians to its 
proper greatness in the labor movement.

With Rea set to be handled by UA in 

America, Levy recently concluded a sub - 
publishing deal with Mike Stewart of In- 
terworld Publishing to handle publishing 
for the U.S. and Canada. The deal which 
was consummated by a recent west coast 
visit by Levy, originated at last year's 
MIDEM at which Magnet did a product 
demonstration for its international 
licensees. Rea's demos generated con- 
siderable word-of-mouth excitement 
among the conferees. 

Preparing to start production on Rea's 
first album, Levy sent a demo tape to noted 
producer, Gus Dudgeon, who agreed to 
produce. Dates were booked at Dudgeon's 
private Moonlight Studio in England, where 
Elton John, among others, has recorded. 
Utilizing crack British session players, 
Dudgeon and Rea finished the ten -track 
album in Jan. 1978. 

"The reaction I received when I played 
the LP for business associates has been 
astounding," says Levy. 

"I wanted the entire UA budget slated for 
Magnet to go to Rea because I wanted max- 
imum effort on Chris and also I did not want 
to shortchange other Magnet artists. Artie 
Mogull was personally excited about Rea. 
We negotiated a several album deal in 
which UA has committed itself totally to this 
record and also to developing Rea's career. 
In addition, I am meeting with Baskar 
Menon and I expect to receive Capitol's 
total commitment." 

UA is planning afull merchandising cam- 
paign for Rea, according to Larry Cohen, 
vice-president of merchandising and 
marketing services. Predicated upon radio 
acceptance, UA is set to offer a retail cam- 
paign which will utilize special multi- 
purpose die cuts which may be used as 
mobiles or wall/window displays. Iris 
Zurawin, director of creative services also 
said that UA would utilize video clips of Rea 
for in-store play. Cohen expects the cam- 
paign to intensify as Rea reaches the 
airwaves. 

"The campaign has a dominant motif of 
sorts," says Cohen. "All the photos Magnet 
sent us had Chris wearing a scarf, I took the 
idea to a noted designer and we decided to 
utilize the scarf idea as a dominant visual. 
So when you go into a store, you will be able

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problems. Another major promoter, Pacific Presentations, no longer exists and former 
partners Sepp Donahower and Gary Perkins have gone off in different directions. Perkins 
has initiated a new firm, Avalon Attractions, which is becoming active with concerts but is 
not presenting as many as Pacific once did. Donahower has moved out of the L.A. market. 
Promoter David Forest, who presented many of the Anaheim Stadium and Santa Monica 
Civic shows, also has gotten out of the concert promotion business. There are several 
other promoters based in Los Angeles, but many of them work in cities other than L.A. 
more than they do here. While Wolf & Rissmiller now takes the lion's share of the concert 
promotion business in Los Angeles, Jim Rissmiller says the situation doesn't make him es- 
pecially happy. "You thrive on competition," Rissmiller says. "And our competitors are 
leaving." 
MORE BIGGIES ON THE WAY - Four more artists of multi -platinum proportions have an- 
nounced summer concert plans, those being Fleetwood Mac, the Eagles, Electric Light 
Orchestra and Barry Manllow. Fleetwood Mac so far has only 10 dates scheduled on the 
tour which begins July 17 (for a two -night stand) at the Alpine Valley Music Theatre near 
Milwaukee. The Mac concert line-up includes, as yet, no stops in Los Angeles or New York 
City. The cities involved include Boulder, Colorado; Dallas; Saratoga Springs, N.Y.; Buf- 
falo; Philadelphia; Pittsburgh; Largo, Maryland and Cleveland. Even though the Eagles 

have only 11 dates on this leg of the group's 
first tour in more than a year, the band's five 
members will appear before more than half 
a million people with a potential gross of $6 
million.

Well, if this one doesn't hit, the four follow-ups planned 
should gain more listeners as the soap opera comes to records. "Reunion" tells the story of 
a shy guy who is reunited with his high school flame now a famous actress, at a class reu- 
nion. He is determined to confess his feelings toward her after several years. The hook is, 
just like on television soap operas, the record ends and leaves you hanging to find out what 
happens until the next record is released. For marketing the single (or as they call it, the 
"world's smallest LP") Levinson and Neil Warner of Warner -Levinson Productions will not 
only make it available through record distributors, but also in supermarkets in racks by the 
soap section ... E/A vagabond Tom Waits, having completed his first film scoring and 
acting for Sylvester Stallone's "Paradise Alley," will move into new areas now by writing the 
copy for a new book by Guy Peellart entitled "Vegas." Peellart is best known for his "Rock 
Dreams" book. Once again, his book will consist of numerous paintings (80) each 
depicting a famous person with some connection to Las Vegas. Some of the famous faces 
will be those of Marlene Dietrich, Milton Berle and Meyer Lansky ... Speaking of books, 
Mark Shipper's "Paperback Writer," the novelized account of what might happen should 
the Beatles reunite, made quite a splash when it was first sent to reviewers last year. In fact, 
it was a bigger hit than Shipper expected, since he had no major publisher for the book.

Producer Bob Thiele has become a major ow- 
ner of Lundy Bros. Restaurant in Brooklyn and has announced the opening of a new room 
specially designed for promotion parties, press functions and other celebrations ... When 
Al Green performed at the Circle Star in San Carlos, he jumped out into the audience as 
usual, but lost his $3,000 ivory link bracelet in the ensuing scramble. Fortunately, he got it 
back. Unfortunately, it was in several pieces when he did. Green has also recently opened 
the Al Green Hair Salon in Memphis ... Ethel Merman made a rare in-store appearance 
June 3 at Peaches in Indianapolis. She was immortalized there when she left her hand 
prints and footprints in concrete in front of the store ... Olivia Newton -John has agreed to 
re -instate her plans of a tour of Japan, having been assured by a representative of that 
country's government that steps are being taken to prevent further slaughter of dolphins.

THE FORUM, L.A. - When the Forum wen 
black for Seger and the Silver Bullet Band 
a thousand matches lit the darkness. A 
veteran with 11 albums to his credit, Seger 
has earned a spotlight in the history of rock 
'n' roll. His recent LP release, "Stranger In 

Town" promises to outshine the success of 
"Night Moves" and further expand Seger's 
national audience. 

Using material from his recent albums, 
Seger showed his mettle in a well -paced 
two-hour show. Leading his band with a 

time -taught expertise, Seger was at the 
peak of his powers. His rough -edged 
vocals shone; his enthusiasm was riveting. 

With the five -man Bullet Band and two 
female backing singers providing tight and 
powerful accompaniment, Seger ripped 
into "Rock 'N' Roll Never Forgets," a song 
which sums up the feelings of many die- 
hards that rock will always be the vibrant 
expression of youthful energy. Seger retur- 
ned to that theme with "Old Time Rock 'N' 
Roll," an overtly anti -disco celebration. 
Tunes "Feel Like A Number" and 
"Hollywood Nights" were open -throttled 
winners. 

By interspersing slower-tempoed tunes 
among the high -power rockers, Seger kept 
the show crisp and fresh. The ballad 
"Traveling Man" contains the stunning line 
"those are the memories that make me a 

wealthy soul." "Turn The Page," with its 
sinuous rhythms and shifting point of view 
is one of the finest songs ever written about 
the road. 

Alto Reed on horns was a star of the eve- 
ning, providing many dramatic and lyrical 
moments. He played gutsy bass sax on 
"Beautiful Losers" and soaring clarinet on 
"Main Street." His fills were well-timed and 
incisive. Freed from cords because of a 
wireless mike, Reed's energy was 
irrepressible. Seger's finale, which 
followed two encores, found Reed carried 
on the shoulders of bodyguards into the 
audience, wailing on his sax until 
enthusiastic fans made off with his shirt. 
Reed returned to the stage as a ship- 
wrecked sailor makes for land. Seger 
brought the band forward for a line bow and 
deserved recognition. 

Openers RCA recording group Toby 
Beau received a good reaction from the 
restless audience. The Forum's crowd con- 
trol which forced eager fans to stand in long 
lines outside the hall increased the 
audience's unrest. However, the five -man 
band offered a strong set of bright, 
demanding songs, reminiscent of the 
Eagles, yet distinctively unique. 

Balde Silva has an excellent, capable 
voice. The harmonies were strongly ex- 
ecuted. Unfortunately, the graphics on 
Toby Beau's debut album on RCA charac- 
terizes the band as a country act when, in 
fact, this band has strong pop and Top 40 
potential. peter hartz 

Aretha Franklin 

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - The Queen of 
Soul filled the house with enthusiastic fans 
for her first concert here in some time. 
From the reaction of the audience to num- 
ber after number, it was apparent that 
many, if not most of the listeners were 
longtime Aretha admirers. 

Wearing a low-cut dress with slits down 
the side, Aretha was, as always, the con- 

summate entertainer. With her dramatic 
delivery and obvious joy in communicating 
with her audience, she held the center of at- 
tention throughout the set. This was es- 
pecially true when she swept onstage in a 

fur coat and ostrich feather hat to do a 

medley of songs by French chanteuse 
Josephine Baker. 

While Aretha's powerful voice and R&B 
style was not well adapted to Baker's strictly 
pop material, she sang a surprisingly effec- 
tive version of "You Light Up My Life." Also 
included in the set were several selections 
from Aretha's new Atlantic album, 
"Almighty Fire," and older tunes like 
"Respect" and "(Gotta Find Me An) Angel." 

Although Aretha has always been a 

crossover pop star, her best singing still 
came in songs that reflected her 
R&B/gospel roots. For instance, on the title 
selection from her "Almighty Fire" album, a 

tight, funky arrangement with a disco beat 
provided the foundation for a soaring, no - 
holds -barred vocal performance. 

Aretha was backed by a big band that in- 
cluded horn and string sections, as well as 
by a female vocal trio. She also accom- 
panied herself on piano during the Baker 
medley. 

More than in other recent concerts, 
Aretha seemed happy, self-confident, 
sitting on top of the world. The reason for 
her current satisfaction became clear when 
she brought her husband out on stage at 
the end of the concert, hugging and kissing 
him for all to see. 

Westbound recording artists C.J. & Co. 
opened the show with a well -paced disco 
set that highlighted selections from their 
"Devil's Gun" LP. The only disadvantage in 
listening to their infectious beat at the high- 
class venue was that there was no place to

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ackson Browne 

LONG BEACH TERRACE THEATRE - No 
long ago, Jackson Browne was a painfully 
self-conscious performer best known for 
writing songs for better-known singers. But 
the last few years have seen Browne 
become a million -selling artist in his own 
right, and his live performances have 
become confident and relaxed, as befits an 
established rock star. 

Browne's recent benefit show in Long 
Beach on behalf of the Anne Sippi Clinic in 
Hollywood presented the singer/songwrit- 
er in his best light, playing for a good cause 
in a lovely venue without having to promote 
a recent LP. His insightful lyrics, everyman 
voice and David Lindley's brilliant in- 
strumental touches are the key elements in 
Browne's act, and the combination was 
stunning throughout the opening acoustic 
set with only Browne and Lindley and the 
electric set with an excellent five -piece 
band and two vocalists. 

"I hardly ever get to be my own opening 
act," kidded Browne during his opening 
acoustic set. All through the evening he 
joked with the audience, but it was songs 
like "Jamaica Say You Will," "Something 
Fine" and "Song For Adam" which got the 
audience going. 

Highlights of the electric set included 
"The Fuse," "Rock Me On The Water," 

'"Doctor My Eyes" and "Here Come Those 
Tears Again," which was given a country 
arrangement that drew hoots and hollers 
from the appreciative audience. As the 
band broke into "Running On Empty," the 
rear curtain opened to reveal a giant road 
picture and the whole crowd jumped to its 
feet. From that point on a happy madness 
prevailed in the audience, all the way 
through the closing "The Load Out" - 

"Stay," featuring Lindley's falsetto. 
By the time the show closed with a 

rollicking rendition of "The Road And The 
Sky," Browne had been on for more than 
two hours. There is an accessaoility in the 
songs that his whole huge baby boom peer 
group can relate to, and as a result he is 
now one of the more respected, successful 
and beloved performers in the rock world.

Da On The Green 
OAKLAND COLISEUM - The 50,000 to 
60,000 people who turned out for the Beach 
Boys, Linda Ronstadt, Elvin Bishop, Dolly 
Parton and Norton Buffalo couldn't have 
asked for much more than what was given 
them by the artists, not to mention concert 
promoters Bill Graham and company. 

Under cloudless skies with temperatures 
in the mid -70s, the concert was well - 
organized and efficiently run, with an 
average of only 15-20 minutes between 
acts. which is exceptional for this type of 
outdoor festival. 

While each of the first four acts drew in- 
creasingly enthusiastic responses from the 
crowd, it seemed the audience was saving 
up for the Beach Boys. 

As soon as the veteran group stepped on 
stage and launched into "California Girls," 
the fans were on their feet dancing. The 
kings of surf went through a number of their 
classics from the 1960s, sprinkling their set 
with some newer songs, from their "15 Big 
Ones" album and, more recently, from the 
"Almost Summer" film which features 
music by Mike Love. 

Linda Ronstadt, who said she hadn't per- 
formed live in about six months, 
nevertheless was in top form. One of the 
most versatile vocalists in music, Ronstadt 
was equally effective on contemporary rock 
("You're No Good"), 1950s rock ("That'll Be 
The Day") and ballads both pop and coun- 
try ("Blue Bayou" and Willie Nelson's 
"Crazy"). 

She also worked in several new songs, 
the best of which were "Love Me Tender," in 
which she was backed only by an acoustic 
guitar, and "Just One Kiss," which was 
given a subtle reggae beat. For her encore, 
Linda was joined by Dolly Parton for an ex- 
ceptional duet, possibly from the joint 
album they have been working on with Em- 
mylou Harris. 

It was almost an hour of non-stop 
southern boogie which Elvin Bishop 
provided as a lead-in for Ronstadt. Fresh 
off a plane from Alaska, the group had no 
trouble warming up the audience with the 
hit "Fooled Around And Fell In Love" and a 
rousing, extended version of "Travelin' 
Shoes." 

Dolly Parton's bubbling personality and 
enthusiastic singing won her a response 
which may have been even more than was 
expected from a primarily rock -oriented 
crowd. Parton is a masterful performer and 
demonstrated her ability to charm, regard- 
less of the type of audience. Norton Buffalo 
opened the show. randy lewis 

cheap Trick 
MASSEY HALL, TORONTO - Rock 'n' rol 
too often tends to be categorized, defined 
analyzed and studied. But for shee 
pleasure alone, Cheap Trick is on top of the 
rock pile. They have returned an element 
to rock 'n' roll that has been quite inevident 
lately - fun. 

The band played a healthy sampling of 
material from all three of its Epic albums, 
but focused primarily on their newest disc, 
"Heaven Tonight," which is quickly moving 
up the Cash Box chart. The album is 
representative of the band's direction, 
towards stronger, more mature lyrics and 
riffs, and with an increased helping of con- 
fidence and care. 

The group's focal point in concert is split 
between lead singer Robin Zander and 
guitarist Rick Nielsen. Zander possesses 
one of rock's most striking voices, while 
Nielsen is both an adept guitarist and an im- 
pecable showman. Nielsen is the perfect 
comical foil to Zander's hard-line (yet 
loose -necked) approach to the music. 

But the abilities of both bassist Tom 
Peyersson and Bun E. Carlos cannot be 
ignored. They are the backbone of the 
group, the foundation blocks upon which 
the band creates its searing music. The 
show is a party from start to finish. 

Unlike many hard rock acts, Cheap Trick 
does not employ an arsenal of smoke 
bombs, fireworks and lasers. The catalyst 
for the crowd's excitement is not an explo- 
sion, but an explosive show. By the time the 
band had made its second encore, playing 
"I Want You To Want Me," it had been fully 
accepted into the ranks of the premier at- 
tractions in rock today by the audience. 
With its first concert appearance in the area 
under its belts, there's no telling how far 
Cheap Trick can go. 

Toronto band Lynx opened the show, 
and played well enough to earn themselves 
and encore from the 1600 in attendance.

GRAND OLE OPRY HOUSE - On rare oc- 
casions the Grand Ole Opry House is 
transformed from a country entertainment 
center into an arena for rock enthusiasts.

Although the show was not sold out (one 
of the two scheduled shows was cancelled 
for lack of attendance), the large crowd of 
Pablo Cruise fans waited patiently with ex- 
citement and enthusiasm for what was 
about to come. 

The foursome burst on stage and im- 
mediately carried the audience into "A 
Place In The Sun."

Cory Lerios, keyboard player, showed 
his versatility and classical influences with a 
piano solo on "Ocean Breeze" which 
quieted the appreciative audience enough 
to let the music sail through the auditorium 
in force. Gradually the other members of 
the group reappeared and launched into 
"El Verano." 

Before closing, each member of the 
group leaned over the stage to shake hands 
with the fans, including drummer Stephen 
Price who was a favorite with his 
everchanging percussion instrumentation.

"That's What Friends Are For." This first single is a 
remake of the Gaye/Terrell 1967 hit. Strings, crisp 
chorus and the beauty of the voices make this a 
top pop and R&B pick. r.., 

CHRIS REA (UA/Magnet UA -X1198 -Y) 
Fool (If You Think It's Over) (4:47) (Magnet/Inter- 
world) (C. Rea) 

Rea is a new artist from England and this first 
single from the Gus Dudgeon produced album 
"Whatever Happened To Benny Santini?" has a 

solid, uplifting pop arrangement likely to place it 
high on Top 40 and MOR playlists. One of the 
highest single debuts this week, the track features 
expressive singing, steady percussion, strings, 
nice melodic movement and sax solo. 

THE KINKS (Arista AS 0342) 
A Rock 'N' Roll Fantasy (3:44) (Davray Music Ltd.)

"Misfits" is the name of the Kinks' new album 
and this first single contains the line "don't want to 
spend my life living in a rock 'n' roll fantasy ... on 
the edge of reality."

A top 
pick for Top 40 and pop formats.

"First impressions can sometimes lead to love" 
is a line from this first single culled from the 
Stylistics' new album, "In Fashion." This gentle 
R&B ballad features the appealing vocal ex- 
changes between Airrion Love and Russell 
Thompkins, Jr. The backing is provided by easy 
beat and gentle jazz guitar touches and strings. 

CHARLIE (Janus J-276)

Janus pulled back from "Watching T.V." to go 

with this song because of the positive response 
from radio. The strongest cut on the "Lines" 
album, this track is an infectious pop tribute to the 
defiant yet dependent woman.

Bob Dylan's new offering combines the adventurousness of 
the "Planet Waves" and "Desire" albums with the accessibility 
of "Blood On The Tracks" for a work that once again reaffirms 
his position at the forefront of his field. Few artists can move as 
effectively from highly personal, almost painfully honest songs 
of human relationships to pointed social and political commen- 
tary. The organ throughout brings back memories of mid -1960s 
Dylan while the punch and drive of the rhythm section recalls 

The Band.

Hailing from Pasadena, this female quartet emerges with a 
sexy, funky second album. "Steppin' Out" is a sleek, polished 
effort that displays both powerful lead vocals and inviting har- 
monies, plus solid production and arrangements.

Fever" and "Everytime I See You I Go Wild" are just two of the 
album's many first-rate tracks. A perfect work to hit the dance - 
floor with, "Steppin' Out" is a surefire pick for a variety of for- 
mats. 

THE MICHAEL JOHNSON ALBUM - EMI -America SW -

Slower tempo songs are often drowned in strings or mishan- 
dled vocally, but Michael Johnson appears to have mastered 
the style. His LP is full of touching ballads with all the right 
production touches, subtle instrumentation and poignant 
vocals necessary to keep the tenderness from becoming in- 
sipid.

Steve Gibbons is a veteran rock 'n' roller who has been 
producing impressive albums for years, yet he might be best 
known for composing "One Of The Boys" for Roger Daltrey. 
On his first Polydor effort, this singer/songer has concoc- 
ted a hard -driving work that displays his love for traditional, 
classic rock 'n' roll. In addition, Gibbons is an imaginative, ar- 
ticulate, Dylan -influenced lyricist.

Carn is blessed with a versatile, extensive vocal range, and 
she uses it beautifully on this varied collection of pop/soul num- 
bers. The Gamble -Huff Philly label has always boasted an ex- 
cellent stable of male vocalists (such as Teddy Pendergrass 
and Eddie Levert) and with Carn, the label's caliber of vocalists 
has been further boosted. The title track, which is also the 
current single, is the album's standout, but every cut is dis- 
tinctive and appealing.

Only once in every two or three years does this highly influen- 
tial singer/songwriter release an album of new, original com- 
positions, but when she does it's always a brilliant musical treat. 
Emerging with a work that should not only please her devoted 
following but also mainstream pop fans, "Nested" is a sensitive, 
graceful collection that highlights her soaring, fluid vocals, in- 
sightful lyrics and striking melodies. For pop, AOR and easy 
listening formats.

With each of his albums, Jerry Jeff Walker has grown in com- 

mercial and artistic stature as a fiery, country-rockin' individual. 
"Contrary To Ordinary" is a powerful, irresistible collection that 
showcases the multi -talented skills of his band plus Walker's 
own aggressive, dynamic singing. Especially satisfying are the 
ablum's many upbeat numbers, but this effort's ballads are also 
appealing and worthwhile.

With this album, a compilation of the veteran trio's best songs 
of the '70s, the group ably demonstrates that it can create stun- 
ning, sultry works that are the equal of it '60s classics with Diana 
Ross. "Up The Ladder To The Roof" and "Stoned Love" are just 
two of the several superb tunes included on the album, which 
boasts such stellar producers, arrangers and composers as 
Stevie Wonder, Smokey Robinson and Brian Holland.

Kenny Nolan has had a great deal of pop success with such 

hits as "I Like Dreaming" and "Lady Marmalade" (for LaBelle), 
and with his latest album this singer/songwriter has created 
possibly his strongest LP to date. Nolan is extremely adept at 
producing tender, romantic songs that are both soothing and 
moving. The title track single and "Connect The Dots" highlight 
this consistently impressive MOR winner which has Top 40 
potential.

With his latest effort, Commander Cody, (George Frayne) has 
created another foot-stompin', rollicking affair that as usual is 
highlighted by the Commander's raspy, infectious vocals and 
catchy piano riffs.

Led by the 
lead vocals of tenor David Wills and guitarist Ray Roper, 
Stonebolt effectively fuses searing lead guitar licks, colorful 
harmonies and innovative keyboard passages for an appealing 
formula. The album includes the single, "I Will Still Love You," 
as well as the catchy, aggressive "Was It You."

A concept album about "Law & Order" during the western 
cowboy era, Love Committee's debut Gold Mind effort is an ex- 
plosive, riveting dancefloor collection.

Importan- 
tly. the group's interesting concept should attract an extensive 
pop following.

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WHEN IT RAINS IT POURS - AOR has been swamped with heavyweight releases in re- 
cent days, with the quality of the albums living up to the reputations of the artists. The latest 
LPs by the Rolling Stones, Bob Dylan, Bob Seger, Bruce Springsteen, the Moody Blues 
and Foreigner are all winners that have been added out of the box at almost every self- 
respecting AOR. The most recent releases, Foreigner and the Moodys, are ranked one and 
two on this week's Cash Box FM Most Added LPs list, while the new Dylan is #4 one day af- 
ter release. On the Cash Box Top FM Rotation chart, Seger, the Stones and Springsteen 
hold down the top three spots, while the Moodys debuted this week at #6. On the Cash Box 
Top 200 Albums chart, Seger stands at #4 bullet, the Stones are at #9 bullet and Spring- 
steen is at #13 bullet. The Moodys debuted this week at #53 bullet, and the Foreigner and 
Dylan LPs will no doubt make high debuts next week. 

A number of stations have done special presentations of the new major releases. The 
Moody Blues album debuted simultaneously on 350 stations. L.A.'s KMET reports it aired 
"Some Girls" 87 times the week it came out. Crosstown rival KLOS was one of many sta- 
tions to air the new Foreigner LP in its entirety soon after receipt. In fact, with product of this 
quality and listener appeal flooding the market, only the most conservative programmers 
are not making something special out of these special albums. 
AND THAT AIN'T ALL - While albums by established million -sellers are getting most of 
the attention, record companies are also hard at work on the continual effort to break 
lesser -known acts. The Atlantic family of labels, for example, has been sending promotion - 
only live albums by Detective, AC/DC and LeBlanc & Carr to AOR stations and asking pro- 
grammers for their response. The LeBlanc & Carr disc, cut in Atlantic's New York studio, 
seems like an especially strong bet to help break the Big Tree duo. Reen NaIII, Big Tree's 
national promotion director, reports that the hardest part of making the live LP was getting 
WAAF/ Worcester program director Lee Arnold to read his lines right ... Elektra/Asy- 
lum is putting out three 12" promotional singles for radio use only, featuring Jackson 
Browne, Tony Orlando and new group Creed. The Browne single is "Stay" backed with 
"The Load Out." Orlando's will be a disco remix of his first E/A solo 45. Creed, a southern 
rock band, will be heard performing "Firecracker," and the single is being rushed to sta- 
tions for the 4th of July holiday ... Ode is issuing a 7" EP featuring Meat Loaf doing "Hot 
Patootie" as part of its push on behalf of the "Rocky Horror Picture Show" ... And what 
happens when a label gets a key station to add a record. Well, ABC recently printed T- 
shirts to celebrate KILT/Houston's decision to add Roy Head's latest 45, "Now You See 
'Em, Now You Don't." The T-shirts read "KILT Gives Houston Head." 
STATION PROMOTIONS - If you're searching for the right promo for your station, take a 
look at some of the ideas currently being used out in Radioland ... KCBO/San Diego, in 
conjunction with Mercury, has given away 100 "Proctor & Bergman Fun Packs." Fun pack 
winners were then entered in a grand prize drawing for two RCA Selectovision units and 
tapes of the duo's appearance on PBS' "Sound Stage" and the former Flresign Theatre 
zanies picked the winners on the air ... The KCBQ crew is also hard at work preparing for 
an October 28 benefit concert to raise funds for the restoration of San Diego's Aerospace 
Museum and the Old Globe Theatre. Both were destroyed by fire last winter ... The Pent- 

house Pets defeated the KENO/Las Vegas 
jocks in a softball game, with proceeds go- 
ing to Muscular Dystrophy. The margin of 
victory was 50-6, so it's obvious the jocks 
had a lot of trouble scoring . KELI/Tulsa 
did a "Mail in May" promo, urging listeners 
to mail Christmas cards early, before the 
postal rates went up. Along with hundreds 
of listeners, the AP and UPI wire services 
both took note of the promotion ... 
WPEZ/Pittsburgh held a "'Feels So Good' 
Jello Jump" recently in support of Chuck 
Manglone's A&M LP. They filled a swim- 
ming pool with 1,500 gallons of jello and put

records in Providence is JB105, owned by 
Rhode Island's only daily newspaper, The 
Providence Journal, and programmed by 
Todd Chase. JB105 had its first slip in 12+ 
in the last five books, from 6.7 to 6.2, in the 
April/May ratings, but climbed to a clear 
leadership in teens with a 34.3. 

"I've been going after the teen base for 
three years now," reports Chase, "and now 
that I've got them we can fine tune our for- 
mat to increase our overall numbers. I'm 
going to cut our playlist from 50 to 40 songs 
and start to add some oldies, instead of just 
using recurrents. And I'm going to get into 
call -out research to find the right oldies and 
check for burn -outs. 

"But I'll still be able to play anything that's 
a hit, or looks like a hit to me,"adds Chase. 
"That's why JB105 breaks so many 
records." 

RCA's Delacy says JB105 consistently 
goes on new records and has forced 
WPRO-FM to get on a record on many oc- 
casions, but he is worried about the effect 
of Chase cutting his playlist. 

"Cutting JB105 to a 40 song list is going 
to hurt the record manufacturer in trying to 
break into this market," Delacy says. "They 
were one of the rare stations that played a 

lot of records and also drew a big 
audience." 

JB105's sister station is WEAN, which 
has an all news format. 

Other Combos 
Another major combo in the market is 

John Franks' WHIM -AM and WHJY-FM. 
The AM programs a modern country format 

and the FM, which until recently had been 
programming country as WHIM -FM, sub- 
scribes to FM100, the syndicated beautiful 
music format out of Chicago. The two sta- 
tions had a combined 7.2 12+ overall rating 
last time out when both were country, but in 
the April/May book WHIM went up from 2.3 
to 4.3 and WHJY scored an impressive 5.6 
debut. 

"WHIM is now the only country station 
within 100 miles," notes Franks. Indeed, a

UP? 
Remembers Bernie, "We were in New 
York one night and had to catch a plane 
back to L.A. the next morning. And I'd 
had a particularly rough night. I passed 
out in the limousine on way to airport, 
got on the plane and passed out again. 
Alice acquired all my assistant's 
makeup and proceeded to make me up 
totally; lipstick, rouge, eyeshadow, 
eyeliner, put a rose in my hair. And I 

never felt a thing and he left me like this. 
He then threatened to go back and find 
kids in economy to see if they wanted to 
take pictures of Bernie Taupin made- 
up, charging them five dollars a shot!

It was all taken out on me 
and it got to the point where I just 
couldn't handle it any longer. The 
fighting and all was really intense 
towards the end. Within the last year, 
many times I was tempted to leave, but 
there was too much to leave.

our classical line, instead of those releases 
represented by our latest posters. 

"If you want your fair share of display 
space, you have to have an individual who 
can relate to the retailers in areas - other 
than sales, "he concluded. 

In contrast, CBS' merchandisers do 
nothing but create displays. Los Angeles 
branch manager Dennis Hannon said that 
"because of where we're based and given 
the number of artist appearances that take 
place here, our merchandisers spend most 
of their time coordinating appearances with 
merchandising tie-ins. "We have a major 
committment in this regard, because once 
a concert goer has purchased his ticket, we 
feel that if we can bring to his attention the 
fact that the artist has an LP, he will spend 
an additional five dollars and take that 
album home with him." 

Competition For Space 
Since competition for display space is so 

fierce in the Los Angeles area, Hannon 
stressed the importance of zeroing in on 
particular geographic areas, and even 
selected stores within an area where the 
company feels a merchandising campaign 
would be the most beneficial. For example, 
he noted that a Barbra Streisand LP would 
get a bigger push in the Hollywood/West- 
wood area because of the demographics of 
the location, whereas an Aerosmith 
merchandising promotion would mean 
more in Long Beach. "We try to give our 
merchandisers direction, but allow for 
feedback as well. After all, they're the ones 
out on the street daily talking with retail per- 
sonnel, and in many cases, the consumer, 
too." 

"It's getting pretty crowded," said Greg 
Neutra, an L.A. based customer service rep 
for Capitol Records. "Space is so precious 
that creating a display inevitably means 
taking someone else's down. It's imperative 
that you maintain a good rapport with a 
retailer because the competition is so 
great. Like salesmen who sell records, I 

market display space." 
Kirk Melloy, Capitol's national marketing 

coordinator, reported that his company 
began staffing full-time display personnel 
several years ago, when West Coast 
'superstores' started proliferating. "The 
West Coast, and particularly L.A., has 
always been ahead of the country in terms 
of point -of -purchase and the utilization of 
merchandising and display items," he 
said."New York has smaller stores and 
tighter space problems." 

Barry Eiert, a CBS merchandiser who 
works out of the Minneapolis branch, feels 
that because of his geographical situation 
his job is less pressured. "With Pickwick 
and Lieberman based in the area, you have 
so many accounts that buy from these 
racks that the only contact the retailers here 
have is through someone like myself who 
comes in to set up displays." he said. "It 
helps to give the accounts a feel for what's 
happening at the company while I work my 
product." 

'Starving For Attention' 
Sandy Webb, a rep for the CBS Atlanta 

branch, feels that her coverage of the 
secondary markets in that region is un- 
paralleled. "I think I've hit on an area that 
most other labels just don't get around to 
doing, " she said. "The retailers in outlying 
areas like north Florida, south Georgia, and 
Alabama are starving for attention and 
merchandising materials that nobody ever 
touches them with but me. I think it's a 
market that's been ignored for too many 
years where records can be broken." 

As the distribution arm for Warner Bros., 
Elektra, and Atlantic, WEA Corp. employs

approximately 30 reps in its 8 branch of- 
fices. Each label has its own merchandising 
staff, and instructions are disseminated 
from branch managers to field reps. "The 
specialists must be total individuals, 
because in many cases, they're the only 
ones from the company who have any con- 
tact with the stores," observed Mary Helfer, 
WEA's L.A. field sales manager. "While 
we're trying to do what's best for our in- 
dividual companies, we're after what's best 
for the individual retailers as well." 

To further bolster field communications, 
RSO, Casablanca, ABC, Ariola, and 
Motown recently established toll -free 
merchandising lines for retailers to order 
materials from. In addition, Capitol and 
Polygram have created in-house newslet- 
ters featuring "displays of the week" as a 
way of sharing innovative designs with 
other merchandisers in their companies.

predominent form of advertising." 
Radio Connects 

"We exploit our artists on tour and then 
maximize the sales impact of their tour 
dates as much as possible," McCarrell 
says. "I think you connect much more 
directly with the consumer through radio. 

"Columbia is slightly more selective in 
the summer when it comes to buying radio 
time," McCarrell notes. "I like to buy radio 
on the weekends during the day because I 

think a lot of people are out on the beaches 
or driving in their cars where they are more 
likely to be listening to the radio." 

Print advertising by Columbia slackens 
slightly in the summer, McCarrell says, 
because most college newspapers are out 
of operation. Still, the label is currently run- 
ning a number of consumer print ads, as 
well as radio spots, as part of its "Star- 
power" campaign, a joint ad effort with Epic 
Records in support of approximately 150 
catalogue acts. 

Bob Wrightman, director of advertising 
and merchandising at A&M Records, says 
the majority of the label's consumer ads are 
currently single product radio spots in 
markets where a particular record is selling 
well or gaining significant airplay. 

"We are trying to tie our ads into the tours 
when possible," Wrightman says, "but for 
the most part, our objective is to take ad- 
vantage of sales -related and promotion - 
related opportunities." 

National Ads Down 
A&M is currently using very few national 

consumer publications for advertising, ac- 
cording to Wrightman. "We use primarily 
local news papers to tie-in with the local 
radio," he says. "Once we have pre -sold the 
audience with airplay, the next thing we do

NEW YORK - Seiji Ozawa, musical direc- 
tor of the Boston Symphony Orchestra, 
recently became the first foreigner to con- 
duct concerts in the People's Republic of 
China in many years. Ozawa led the 
Chinese Central Philharmonic Orchestra in 
performances of a lute concerto by Wu Zu 
Chang, and Brahms' Symphony No. 2. He 
told The New York Times that China has 
begun to emerge from the dark days of the 
Cultural Revolution, when Beethoven was 
verboten and Mozart scores were 
systematically destroyed. However, 
Chinese orchestral musicians still lack de- 
cent instruments, Ozawa said. About 150 
Chinese players and dancers will be visiting 
the U.S. in July, and they will try to buy some 
better instruments with the help of Boston 
Symphony members. Since their budget is 

only $60,000, though, this may prove to be 
somewhat problematical ... 

SPEAKING OF MONEY - The 33rd An- 
nual National Symphony Orchestra League 
Conference recently told Livingstone L. 
B iddle, Jr., chairman of the National En- 
dowment Of The Arts, that American 
orchestras badly need more Federal 
dollars. But in an address to the 1200 
League members assembled at Chicago's 
Hyatt Regency Hotel, Biddle claimed that 
there was nothing he could do. The NEA's 
fiscal 1979 allocation for orchestras totals 
$8.4 million, approximately 7.6% of the 
agency's spendable budget of $110 million 
(another $40 million is reserved for ad- 
ministrative expenses). The League would 
like to see that amount raised to $10 million 
for 1979. 

Another source of funding for orchestras 
is provided by the United Arts Fundraising 
Campaigns Of The American Council for 
the Arts. In 1977, 39 communities in 23 
states raised $18.7 million under this 
program. Of that amount, about 22%, or 
$4.16 million, was distributed to 39 
orchestras. 

It is interesting to note that even the pop- 
ular Spoleto U.S.A. Festival, which attrac- 
ted large crowds to Charlestown, S.C. for its 
recently completed second season, 
grossed only $775,000 for 155 perfor- 
mances. This was approximately half of the 
"lstival's budget; the rest was made up by 

government subsidies . 

BRIEF FLASHES - Nevile Marriner will 
succeed Stanislaw Skrowaczewski as 
music director of the Minnesota Orchestra 
in September, 1979; he has also been ap- 
pointed music director of the Meadow - 
brook Music Festival in Detroit. However, 
the leader of the world-famous Academy of 
St. Martin -in -the -Fields will continue to 
record mostly for Philips. His current con- 
tract allows him to make four recordings a 
year for other labels (The Minnesota 
Orchestra waxes for Vox.) ... After a hiatus 
of more than a decade, The Friends Of 
French Opera is returning to New York 
musical life. Reorganized under the 
guidance of music director Robert 
Lawrence, the organization will present a 
concert performance of Massenet's 
"Sapho" on January 23, 1979 at Carnegie 
Hall. Swedish soprano Elisabeth 
Soderstrom will sing the title role of Fanny 
Legrand ... Opera singers, some of them 
American, have been accused of 
partnership in frauds which have recently 
surfaced in Italy. Police have questioned 26 
officials from Italian opera houses. It is 

alleged they used government subsidy 
funds to overpay foreign singers as a 
device for transferring lire to other 
countries. John Corigliano and John La 
Montalne were the American winners of the 
International Rostrum of Composers con- 
test this year. One work by each composer 
will be broadcast in 30 countries ... Dr. 
Vincent Persichetti, a composer and 
teacher, will represent ASCAP at the July 
19-20 meeting of the International Council 
of Authors and Composers at Dilijan in the 
Soviet Socialist Republic Of Armenia ... 

MUSIC ON THE SIDEWALKS - In a 
rather unique promotion, WNCN-FM is un- 
derwriting performances by young musi- 
cians on the sidewalks of New York and its 
suburbs, as well as in shopping malls and 
railroad stations. The outdoor ensembles, 
an annual summer happening in the Big 
Apple, normally pass the hat. Now, with 
some assistance from local businesses, 
they will be able to enrich the city's life 
without having to beg for the privilege ...

From the crew that brought us last year's most popular rendi- 
tion of Pachelbel's "Kanon" comes this classy, if somewhat 
Gallicized version of Bach's five orchestral suites. The only one 
of the performances that might be termed definitive is of the 
Suite No. 3 in D, where the fugato section of the Overture has a 

sustained brilliance that I have not heard matched elsewhere. 
Soloists like Pierre Plerlot, Maurice Andre and Maxence Larrieu 
lend panache to the proceedings. 

B RAHMS - Academic Festival Overture; Tragic Overture; 
Variations On A Theme By Haydn - New York Philharmonic, 
Leonard Bernstein, conductor - Columbia M 34572 - List: 
7.98 

Bernstein's recent batch of recordings continues to yield new 
delights. He conducts a brisk, no-nonsense "Academic 
Festival" Overture and a brooding "Tragic," both with a sure-fire 
sense of dramatic timing. And his "Haydn Variations" evidence 
a wisdom garnered through the years. Whether a particular 
variation calls for grandeur, pathos or tenderness, Bernstein 
always delivers that extra dollop of intensity. 

DEBUSSY - Preludes For Plano, Books I & II - Paul Jacobs, 
plano - Nonesuch HB -73031 - List: 7.96. 

Jacob's playing is as subtle and evocative as It was when he 
recorded Debussy's Etudes for Nonesuch a couple of years 
ago. In the more familiar Book I, he Is at his best In mysterious, 
shadowy numbers like No. 4, "Lessons Et Les Parfums Tour- 
nent Dans L'air Du Sour," and less successful in mercurial num- 
bers Ilke No. 5. Book Il allows the pianist to unwind a little more 
and show off his technique.

AUSTIN, TX - Lone Star Records owner 
and chairman Willie Nelson formally an- 
nounced a three-year distribution pact with 
Phonogram/Mercury June 19 at a press 
conference here. 

Nelson recently decided to reactivate the 
label, originally formed in 1975, and has es- 
tablished headquarters offices in Austin's 
Texas Opry House, where more than 1,000 
invited guests attended a reception and 
showcase for the five acts on the Lone Star 
roster. Artists currently signed to Lone Star 
include Don Bowman, Cooder Browne, The 
Geezinslaw Brothers, Ray Wylie Hubbard 
and Steve Fromholz. 

Earlier in the day at the press con- 
ference, Jules Abramson, Phono- 
gram/Mercury senior vice president, 
associated labels, underlined his com- 
pany's support of Lone Star and cited the 
uniqueness of the label. 

'Unusual Deal'

association with a company who has a 

chairman of the board with the talent of a 

Willie Nelson, it is a pleasure," Abramson 
said. "It is a very unusual deal in that when 
we distribute a company, it is usually an es- 
tablished company. I am sure this will be a 

very exciting, unpredictable deal." 
Lone Star president Guerrey Massey 

stressed the camaraderie among the com- 
pany's staff as a very positive and reassur- 
ing point. 

"I have never seen so much love in a 

company," Massey said. "Everyone here 
from the artists to staff people are working 
for each other. We all believe in what we are 
doing. I really feel like the Austin scene is 
where music is at and that things will hap- 
pen here." 

Congratulatory telegrams from gover- 
nors in seven states were acknowledged at 
the press conference,including ones from 
Texas Gov. Dolph Brisco and California 
Gov. Jerry Brown. A telegram from Rosa- 
lynn Carter was also read. 

Nelson told Cash Box he intends to ex- 
pose on a national level artists who were 
known at this point only in Texas. Nelson 
also said he will use his influence to assist 
Lone Star acts. 

Surprising Talent 
"If it takes me to get this company going, I 

will use some of my own product, but other 
than myself, I think the talent we have will 
surprise a lot of people," said Nelson, who 
in August will release an album of vintage 
songs recorded in 1961 under the Lone 
Star label. "These acts have the same 
problem I have had. For years I was known 
in Texas, but not anywhere else. Also, all of 
these acts are personal friends of mine. If 

they have any kind of a problem, they can 
come to me for advice or whatever. That is

Disco -Country Record Was A 
Natural Says Bill Anderson 

by Bob Campbell 
NASHVILLE - Recording a country disco 
record was such an obvious idea, ac- 
cording to MCA's Bill Anderson whose "I 

Just Can't Wait Any Longer" hit the #1 spot 
last week on the CB Country Singles chart, 
he could hardly believe no one else had 
thought of it before him. 

"It was all planned," said Anderson in a 

phone interview from a hotel room in Green 
Bay, Wis. "The idea came from two dif- 
ferent places. No. 1, I love the disco beat, 
but I've never been able to relate to the 
disco melody. Disco melodies are not the 
kind, by and large, you go around humming 
or whistling. The idea of why somebody 
didn't write a country song with a disco beat 
kept running around through my head. I 

kept looking around and no one had done 
it, so I thought something must be wrong 
with the idea. I could hardly believe it was 
something I would have a chance to come 
up with first because it was such an obvious 
thing. 

"That was part of it," added Anderson, 
who along with producer Buddy Killon 
wrote "I Just Can't Wait Any Longer." "The 
other part of it occurred last year when I 

worked an English tour for promoter Jef- 
frey Kreuger, who also promotes Barry 
White. Jeffrey came up to me after one of 
the shows and he said, 'you know, I've been 
watching you work, and you are really a 

country version of Barry White. The only 
difference is that Barry uses a heavy, strong 
beat, and you use more of a laid-back beat. 
I think if you could use a more powerful 
beat, you could be a monster act in England 

because he is so big here.' 
"The whole thing got to running around 

in my head after that," Anderson con- 
tinued, "I went in to see Buddy, and we 

kicked the thing around and said, 'let's do 
it.' Buddy has a background in R&B 
because he produced a lot of Joe Tex 
things, so it was basically a combination of 
Buddy's ideas and mine when we came up 
with the song. I went out and bought about 
half -a -dozen Barry White albums and sat 
down and analyzed them and figured out 
what he was doing for his market. From 
that, I tried to figure out how I could do 
something for my market." 

9,500 Pressed 
MCA has pressed 9,500 copies of a 

special 12" disk and sent them to 
designated 'disco pools' across the country 
where d.j.'s look for records to play in disco 
clubs. MCA has run a check and dis- 
covered the record is indeed receiving play 
in many discos. 

Even the Nashville session players were 
surprised at the change of pace in Ander- 
son's music. Anderson said the pickers 
came in expecting to cut just another stan- 
dard country song. 

"I wrote the song on guitar and on the 
guitar it sounds like any other old country 
song," Anderson said. "But when I went in 

to cut it, I played the song for everybody 
and they began picking it like a regular 
country song. Then Buddy said, 'All right, 
let's put a disco beat on it.' All the session 
pickers looked at him like he was crazy, but 
once they got into it and understood what

we wanted, it worked out great." 
Recording a country disco record is 

merely one aspect of a designed effort by 
Anderson to broaden the boundaries of his 
entertainment career. For instance, in the 
past year he has co -hosted "The Better 
Sex," a daytime television game show and 
appeared on a soap opera. Anderson said 
television had exposed him to an audience 
not necessarily fans of country music, so he 
feels he must change musically. 

Among the various interests and enter- 
prises of Anderson is a prospective nonfic- 
tion book dealing with an insider's point of 
view concerning the music business. With a 
degree in journalism, Anderson feels 
capable of writing a creditable book. 

"I have an agent in New York looking for a 
publisher for me," Anderson explained. "I 
have been working on it and basically it is a 
day-to-day account of what life is like in this 
business. I feel like this business has been 
written about from the outside in but never 
from the inside out. With my background in 
journalism - I have a degree in journalism 
and I have worked on newspapers - I think 
I can tell the story. It is a challenge to come 
up with something to write every day, but I 

am having fun. I think there are an awful lot 
of people out there who would like to know 
what really goes on. And I wonder if we all 
wouldn't be a little bit better understood 
and appreciated if some of this was 
known." 

"I don't know how good the book will be, 
but it is good therapy," Anderson added. 
"Tom T. Hall has another book coming out 
before mine and I have talked with him 
about writing and some of the drawbacks. 
There is this feeling that all of a sudden you 
are standing in the world naked. You tell an 
awful lot about yourself."

He feels that, because "there's total in- 
dividualism within the group's structure," 
the Kiss characters will continue to grow - 
given the durability of the images each 
member has created - long after the band 
has dissolved as a touring unit. (For in- 
stance, Aucoin mentioned the commercial 
prospects of a Kiss cartoon series and a 
feature-length motion picture.) The musical 
direction each member pursues will 
crystallize in September when Casablanca 
simultaneously unleashes four solo LPs. 

Feedback Battles 
Another rock artist with an intriguing 

public image is Ted Nugent. A guitarist - 
showman who was a member of the Amboy 
Dukes during the mid -'60s, Nugent became 
established as a cult phenomenon through 
his much -publicized feedback battles with 
his guitar culminating in his ability to shatter 
glass with concentrated sounds at a certain 
pitch. After having released 11 records, 
none of them chart -busters, the artist 
arrived at Epic Records in 1975 and has 
since had four platinum -certified albums. 

Because Nugent came to the label with a 
strong touring base in the midwest but little 
recording impact, Jim Charne, director of 
east coast product management for Epic 
and the Associated labels, set out to create 
an awareness for the artist's personality, 
given "his positive approach to life. 

"With Ted, we were faced with a guy who 
is so excited with his talents and abilities 
that his enthusiasm was easily transmit- 
ted," he said. Taking advantage of his 
growing identification as "the wildman of 
rock," the label began projecting Ted's 
"lust for life" through a series of campaigns 
that sought to broaden his appeal. 

Mystique And Reality 
Arnold Levine, vice president of creative 

services for CBS Records, said that when 
Nugent first came to the label, "you kind of 
instantly knew what you were in for based 
on the image he tried to convey in his head 
dress and loin cloth. We came to realize, 
though, that promoting his mystique would 
prove more effective than reality itself." 

The label first tried to convey Nugent's 
wildness through a television commercial 
spoofing "The Exorcist." The camera took 
the views up a flight of stairs to the accom-

tion at home except for Charles Lloyd, and 
hopefully we'll play together with the Rus- 
sians for the festival." 

In addition, Carlos Santana had 
suggested to the Beach Boys that they per- 
form the Beatles' "Back In The USSR" at 
Leningrad. They agreed that it would be a 
good idea to perform the song. 

Love indicated that the group was look- 
ing forward to playing at the festival. "It's a 
free concert so we're not getting paid for it, 
but the group is excited about the show 
because the event is unprecedented - an 
outdoor pop festival in Russia.

The film, tentatively titled "Carnival," will 
deal with the contrast between struggling 
for peaceful relations between the United 
States and Russia through military efforts, 
as opposed to narrowing the breach 
through music, and will incorporate the July 
4 concert. 

paniment of screaming and yelling, through 
a door oozing with green slime, into a room 
in which a little girl played with her two - 
headed Nugent doll. A second campaign, 
built around the release of the artist's "Cat 
Scratch Fever" LP, portrayed Halloween 
trick -or -treaters wearing Nugent masks 
and receiving copies of the artist's records, 
while a recent multi -product advertisement 
featured the Nugents "at home" behind the 
familiar Nugent masks. 

Padded Cell 
But it was the label's platinum ad saluting 

the guitarist's achievements that proved its 
most arresting effort. A fold -out that read, 
"Ted Nugent relaxes at home ... after lear- 
ning that his three Epic LPs have all gone 
platinum," the ad pictured him wearing a 
straight -jacket and confined to a padded 
cell. 

"With any other artist, it would not have 
been in character," Charne said, "but with 
Ted it really was. We've had lots of fun rib- 
bing Ted but ultimately I think it's unfair to 
both him and the label to say that we've in 
fact 'created something,' because he's 
always been an unusual artist with a very 
clear perception of who he is and how he 
sees himself." 

The fact that Nugent lives on a farm in 
Michigan and hunts and deep-freezes his 
own game serves to perpetuate his eccen- 
tric image. However, Charne is bothered by 
the "blood -thirsty press" that this gets him. 
"Ted may be a rugged outdoorsman, but he 
certainly doesn't eat raw meat. He's eccen- 
tric to the degree that he knows what he 
wants." 

Not A 'Freak' 
Meat Loaf's success is another story. The 

combination of the singer's personality and 
charisma, coupled with pianist Jim Steir- 
man's words and music, recently 
culminated in the gold certification of their 
"Bat Out Of Hell" album on Cleveland Inter- 
national (distributed by CBS). 

"When they were first presented to us, 
they could have just been a curiosity," of- 
fered Levine. "Here was this 300 pound 
performer who paces and broods until he 
collapses in need of oxygen. If you saw that 
once, you might not need to see it again." 
Avoiding copy that would associate him 
with food or obesity, Epic set out to project 
a volatile performer whose songs were both 
lyrical and melodic without turning these 
elements into a "freak" attraction. 

"We wanted the print campaign to reflect 
the enormous power that he generates 
onstage, since he's an actor at heart," 
Levine said. This proved extremely difficult 
because he has a marked tendency to over - 
exaggerate his features and menace the 
camera. We didn't want to turn him into a 
freak -show presentation." 

Al DeMarino, E/P/A's director of artist 
development, agreed that Meat Loaf was 
unquestionably "his own best salesman." 
"We're very sympathetic to how an artist 
sees himself," he said, "and don't like to 
force an image upon an artist that he might 
not feel compatible with." 

'Macho Stereotype' 
Disco producer Jacques Morali's 

musical vision of a group that would em- 
body the different types of men that could 
be found in New York's Greenwich Village 
materialized last year as the Village People. 
The group, which went on to become the 
fastest -rising disco band of the year, was 
cast "like a Broadway show," according to 
spokesman David Hodo. The group's stage 
presentation, he said, allows the band 
members to 'act out their fantasy of the 
macho stereotype.' In the Morali produc- 
tion, each member of the group acts out the 
role of such "macho" types as a cowboy, 
construction worker, Indian chief, 
policeman and leather cyclist. 

Village People were initially publicized 
through discos and national gay publica- 
tions. The campaign for their self -titled 

Casablanca debut centered around the 
promotion of their LP cover, featuring the 
costumes that they wear. For the design of 
in-store display posters, however, the label 
carefully omitted the male symbol for sex- 
uality, which adorned the posters dis- 
tributed to the discos. 

Hodo asserted that, "because disco is 
the ultimate escapism, our audience ac- 
tually becomes a part of the fantasy being 
presented. We'll always have a disco base, 
but that doesn't necessarily make us a gay 
group. Gay people know what we're about, 
and straight people shouldn't have to care." 

Because television and radio have re- 
cently picked up on the band, the Village 
People have begun to reach a wider 
audience for their disco sound, and the 
label is now considering advertisements in 
publications other than those specifically 
designed for gays. 

Double -Sided Image 
Now consider the case of Chicago's 

Cheap Trick. According to Epic's Charne, it 
took an "outside perspective" to determine 
that there were indeed two sides to the 
band. A hopelessly mismatched four- 
some, vocalist Robin Zander and bassist 
Tom Petersson typify handsome rock stars, 
while guitarist Rick Neilson, a waxen Huntz 
Hall -type, and drummer Bun E. Carlos 
offset their photogenic counterparts as 
comedic dynamos. 

"When we first signed them, they saw 
themselves as four guys in a band," Charne 
said. "But we helped them to see that by 
photographing in pairs, Zander's cool 
serves as the perfect foil for Rick's 
zaniness. In this way, we're separating them 
so that people can take notice of this 
chemistry. Women seem to fall for Robin 
and Tom, while guys dig Rick and Bun E." 

For the cover of their "In Color" LP, this 
dichotomy was certainly evident. Zander 
and Petersson were photographed on 
motorcycles, while the flip side of the album 
revealed Rick and Bun E. pedalling three - 
speeds. "Some people say that we're con- 
fusing the image of the band through this 
dichotomy," noted DeMarino, "but we think 
it's a novel hook that seems to be working. 
They're still very much in the developing 
stage for us, and while we've yet to put a 

button on them, we're getting there." 
Nice Guy Image 

Not all image campaigns, naturally, play 
on a public perception of the artist as a 

deranged lunatic or gonzo ace of heavy 
metal. Some artists, in fact, do just fine 
when they are portrayed as the boy (or girl) 
next door. 

Shaun Cassidy is a case In point. 
Having grown up in a family of television 

personalities, Cassidy has learned to look 
pretty for the camera. As Joe Hardy of the 
Hardy Boys television series, Shaun is yet 
another role model for the teen set. Parents 
encourage their kids to listen to him 
because he's so together, and write letters 
to his management that praise his 
wholesomeness. 

"The teen magazines project him as a 
very perfect person; he can do no wrong," 
said Martha Hightower, Shaun's publicist 
and director of media coordination for 
Scotti Brothers Entertainment. "He recog- 
nizes that they're one of the primary forces 
behind his record sales and concert ap- 
pearances; but let's face it, he's 19 now and 
won't remain a teen idol forever." 

As the younger brother of David Cassidy 
(bandleader for the now -defunct Partridge 
Family), Shaun was pictured in a number of 
teen magazines before his first single was 
ever released. This publicity helped to 
create an immediate base for the singer. 
Currently, he is Warner/Curb Records' 
biggest -selling artist, and one of Warner 
Bros.' most important acts. 

Album Covers 
"When you're dealing with a personality 

whose face has become as recognizable as 

Shaun's, your campaigns have got to Keep 
his face visible," commented Nola Leone, 
vice president general manager of War- 
ner/Curb. "Consequently, his album 
covers became an important extension of 
his appeal. When he first started out, his 
physical appeal was so great that kids 
couldn't get enough of him. Shaun has that 
knight -in -shining armor quality that teens 
adore." 

Leone firmly believes that his audience 
will grow with him in his evolution as an ar- 
tist. For instance, she feels that his 
forthcoming "Under Wraps" LP reveals a 

growing musical sophistication in the 
selection of his material and a greater dem- 
onstration of his songwriting abilities. 

"In the first place, we never consciously 
went in to the studio to cut bubblegum 
music with Shaun," she said. "I don't even 
think that term exists anymore. 'That's Rock 
And Roll' and 'Da Doo Ron Ron' might have 
been labeled 'teen' because of Shaun's 
following, but we feel that these songs are 
pop classics no matter what they're called." 

The Beats Go On 
Not many artists take their acts home 

with them, but then Tom Waits is a little bit 
different from the rest. He doesn't wear 
makeup onstage, and he's never missed a 
show because his pants weren't pressed. A 
goateed Angeleno hipster, Waits and his 
trio unite cool jazz themes with the spoken 
word in much the same way the Beats of the 
'50s used to. Dressed in a worn grey suit, 
narrow black tie and matching brown tweed 
duster cap, Waits' style has been largely in- 
fluenced by the visions and ideas of the 
Beats and the "open road" themes ex- 
pressed in Jack Kerouac's books, merging 
images hope and dispair, lost love, bus ter- 
minals and diner night -life. 

"With Tom, you're dealing with a person, 
but being that the person Is so different, 
people tend to confuse him with his image," 
observed Jerry Sharrell, Elektra/Asylum's 
vice president of artist development. "Go- 
ing back to his earlier LPs, his material 
wasn't exclusively about diners. But people 
tend to pick up on what's easiest to remem- 
ber about a performer, and Tom's images 
of diners have been his catchiest." 

"In Tom's case, his record company has 
been directed by what he is," said Herb 
Cohen, Walt's manager. "They haven't had 
to manufacture anything. All they've had to 
do was expose him through proper chan- 
nels. When you're talking about an artist 
that doesn't cater to Top 40 radio, he has to 
be promoted through personal ap- 
pearances. It becomes a word-of-mouth 
situation."

Handleman Posts 
Big Profit Rise 
For Fiscal 1978 
NEW YORK - Handleman Company, one 
of the nation's largest rack jobbers, has es- 
tablished new records in sales and earn- 
ings for the fiscal year ended April 29, 1978. 
Net sales were $200 million, compared with 
$149 million for the fiscal year ended April 
30, 1977, an increase of 34%. Net income 
for the year was $8.43 million or $1.92 per 
share, compared with $3.31 million or $.75 
per share for the prior year. 

For the fourth quarter of fiscal year 1978, 
Handleman's net sales were $48.1 million, 
compared with $36.6 million for the same 
quarter last year. Net earnings for the fourth 
quarter were $1.84 million or $.43 per 
share, compared with $903,000 or $.20 per 
share for the comparable period last year. 

John Kaplan, Handleman's president, 
cited a number of reasons for the com- 
pany's success. The first was the expansion 
of their book division, National Book Dis- 
tributors, which recently opened a branch 
in Youngstown, Ohio, in June. This was an 
outgrowth of Handleman's purchase in 
1975 of Sieberts, Inc., a rack jobber of 
books and magazines. By picking up 
Sieberts' accounts, Handleman's was able 
to service them with records as well. Con- 
versely, mass merchandisers which Han- 
dleman had only racked for records could 
be serviced for books, too. 

But Kaplan emphasized that record 
sales generated most of Handleman's 
profits. "We're very conscious of the 
market," he said. "In the past year we have 
picked up on and merchandised important 
product like 'Saturday Night Fever' early, 
*and have not waited for it to happen. We 
recognized the potential for Elvis Presley 
sales. When he died, everyone was short of 
product, because he was not selling that 
well at the time of his death. We put a $5 
million order in that same night and had 
product when others didn't." 

The utilization of the Retail Inventory 
Management System (RIMS) has been par- 
ticularly important to the company's 
success. 

The system operates by mechanically 
scanning a store's inventory and 
transmitting the information via phone to a 
centralized computer. Based on sales 
records already stored, the computer then 
generates an order which is printed out to 
distribution facilities for shipment the next 
day. Vice president and treasurer Stuart 
Schaefer commented, "With this system, 
there is a constant flow of items that are 
selling in the stores. And because it has a 
sales history, it orders far better than a 
human being."

their personalities, " explained Arthur. 
"Both are extremely conscious of their work 
in the studio, and possess an extraordinary 
amount of drive. Some of the other artists 
I've worked with take things just a little too 
much for granted. After they've recorded a 
couple of albums, you can tell that they're 
not into the same kind of drive as they had 
for their first two albums. I can't see that 
happening with Debby or Carole. 

Arthur expressed that he enjoys working 
with singer/song% ,ters because he is at- 
tracted to articulate, lyrically -oriented ar- 
tists. Although he admits that the task of a 
producer is more difficult when one has to 
find songwriting material for Boone, who is 
primarily a singer, he finds working with her 
equally satisfying because the music 
chosen for her album is accented toward a 
lyrically -oriented style. 

"I really like working with lyrically -styled 
artists; people who can break my heart with 
their expressive music," said Arthur." "This 
powerful, emotional feeling in their music 
really attracts me to them as a producer." 

In a recent Rolling Stone record review 
of Keith Carradine, it was mentioned that 
Arthur is seemingly drawn to artists who 
reveal a sense of vulnerability in their 
songs. "I don't consciously look for artists 
that convey a vulnerable quality about them 
in their works, although I do seem to 
gravitate toward that type of artist," 
acknowledged Arthur. "The lyrical content 
of their songs stress their hard times and 
vulnerability, so I suppose I do find 
vulnerability attractive." 

New Stage 
With the release of the Boone and Sager 

albums immediately forthcoming, Arthur is 
entering another hectic stage in his career. 
Having moved out to Los Angeles three 
years ago from New York because he 
preferred the creative atmosphere of L.A., 
Arthur had also decided to take a much 
needed rest period after simultaneously 
undertaking production work, running two 
studios and performing his NARAS duties 
in New York. But now the more relaxed 
break period is over, and Arthur now plans 
to launch a studio operation in L.A., looks 
forward to participating again in NARAS, 
not to mention of course, stepping up his 
production work. 

"Now after a bit of a rest from all of my 
New York activities, my stride is coming 
together again. I've been very fortunate to 
receive gracious assistance from the 
record companies of the artists I've 
produced. They've allowed me the budget 
to maintain the quality of recording that I 

strive for in each artist I produce. 
"Whether the album sells or not, it is im- 

portant that the album, in terms of quality, is 
strong enough to hold up over a period of 
time. That's the yardstick from which I 

measure my work - if the quality of the LP 

is high, then I'm sure to have my share of 
major commercial successes. It's wonder- 
ful to be the first to record songs that may 
eventually become classics. I believe 'At 
Seventeen' by Janis and Carole's 'Come In 
From The Rain' will be listened to and en- 
joyed for years to come."

several failings. 
Among the band's violations cited by the 

FDA, were improper housing or labeling of 
the laser equipment and the design of the 
system which made it possible for beams to 
come into contact with the audience. No 
time limit for compliance was set, but the 
group has already responded that it is 
working on correcting the problems. 

Other Groups 
According to the FDA spokesman, "it's 

not fair to single out the Blue Oyster Cult," 
although they are the ones the government 
is currently looking at. Other groups using 
laser light shows in their concerts include 
Led Zeppelin, Pink Floyd, War, Wings, Yes 
and Earth, Wind and Fire. 

"Most groups are cooperative and will 
tell us what they plan to do to correct the 
violation," the FDA spokesman said.

Holland Stresses Maximum 
Exposure For Atlantic Artists 

By Carita Spencer 
LOS ANGELES - Eddie Holland, recently 
appointed vice president, special markets 
at Atlantic Records, has assumed total 
responsibility for all R&B products at the 
company in his new capacity. 

In a Cash Box interview, Holland said he 
does not foresee any changes in the overall 
picture at Atlantic, adding that his im- 
mediate priority is the label's recent and 
upcoming releases. These include albums 
by Mass Production, Margie Joseph, 
Johnny Bristol, Roberta Flack's single, "If 
Ever I See You Again," a single from Slave, 
"Stellar Funk" plus a forthcoming LP, a new 
single from the Spinners entitled "Do You 
Want To Dance" and the second single 
from Aretha Franklin's "Almighty Fire" LP 
entitled "More Than A Job." 

Marketing 
Holland went on to point out the 

peculiarities in marketing black product at 
the retail level, emphasizing the importance 
of product availability. 

"In the past," he explains, "We have 
relied on our branch distributorships to 
delegate the amount of product being ship- 
ped. We are going to get involved in some 
new areas of promotion and marketing 
because it is difficult to get black product 
exposed in the stores in the same quantities 
that you have pop product." 

He continues, "We have never had a 
specialist on the national level tying in 
promotions with the national dis- 
tributorships. But we are creating a position 
at that level to oversee national promotion 
in order to get maximum exposure for the 

product and artists. As a result of more 
research of the black stores, we will be able 
to determine the capability of these stores 
on a national level for any given market." 

Management Training 
According to Holland, there is a need for 

what he calls a promotion and marketing 
coordinator who has expertise and 
knowledge of stores capable of handling a 

large capacity of black product. The person 
must have a background in sales, he went 
to to explain, and be willing to learn 
the unique characteristics of the record 
business. Plans are for the individual to be 
trained through the management training 
program at Atlantic but the difficulty in 
locating a competent black individual has 
delayed the process somewhat, says 
Holland. 

"We believe in promoting and training 
people from a local base, enhancing their 
education and knowledge and then advan- 
cing them within the company," Holland ex- 
plains. "Our management program trains 
individuals to the Atlantic style of operation. 
No other record companies are deeply in- 
volved in this." 

Having been with Atlantic for eight years 
(previously as vice president of Cotillion 
Records) Holland recognizes the dif- 
ferences in working as an assistant to a divi- 
sion president and the responsibilities he 
now has in the parent company structure. 

"I've prepared myself for this for eight 
years," he concludes. "I've always felt my 
ultimate goal was to head my own depart- 
ment. I am very enthusiastically looking 
forward to the challenges of this new posi- 
tion."

Corea 
turned in the best piano solo of the event 
with a brilliant chorus on "How High The 
Moon."

and everybody upholds their own respon- 
sibility, then you are guaranteed success. 
Each guy has his own thing to do and I am 
basically a liaison between all of them. 
That's what management really is." 

That policy extends down to the 
marketing level as well, Cooper says, and 
includes even the artists. He says he knows 
CBS branch people in all cities (all of his 
acts are signed to Columbia) and is in con- 
tact with them constantly. 

This, he feels, gives a personal touch that 
results in an increased awareness of his 
clients' product by label marketing person- 
nel. As a consequence, Cooper says, rather 
than having to call everyone to find out what 
is happening with a particular record, the 
marketing people often call him, even 
though they are not required to do so. 

"They get off on calling me," he says, 
"because they know it gets me off to know 
when a record is doing well." 

Began With Mason 
Cooper got into the management 

business several years ago when his friend 
Dave Mason asked him for help managing 
his career. "We used to just hang out 
together and then one day he said, 'Jason, 
you've got to help me out.' 

"I decided to help him because I had the 
time. I was doing it for free, just trying to 
help him get his business together and it 
turned into quite a responsibility," Cooper 
says. 

It was then they decided to make their 
association a professional one and since 
then, Cooper says "it's been 24 hours a 
night for almost five years. Now it's really 
starting to happen in a big way for Dave. His 
last album is just about platinum and he's 
just had his first inkling of AM radio 
success, since I've been with him, with 'We 
Just Disagree.' " 

Cooper also was responsible for coming 
up with the the idea of the Dudek -Finnigan - 
Krueger (DFK) band, which has been well - 
received on its first tour. "Usually," he says, 
"you have guys together in a band for a 
while who then go off to make solo albums. 
This happened the other way around." 

With Ron Wood, Cooper says he faces an 
unusual situation since Wood has to spend 
so much time with the Rolling Stones. But 
after the Stones' current tour ends, Wood 
will work on his first solo project under his 
new deal with Columbia. 

Keeps Business Separate 
For the most part, Cooper says, he keeps 

the business of recording separate from 
the artistic end, although he says anything 
of potential major importance is always dis- 
cussed with the artist. 

"From a creative standpoint, if it has to 
do with a creative decision on their careers, 
like a screenplay, or maybe they want a 
television show or someone wants them to 

act in a film, I usually let them know," he 
says, adding, "I usually tell them what I think 
about it, but I always let them know. 

"I screen most of those, but you try to 
cooperate as much as you can," Cooper 
says. "When they are in the studio it's very 
easy to get inundated with the business, so I 

try not to come to them unless it's really im- 
portant." 

What are his goals for measuring his ar- 
tists' success? 

"From an artistic point of view," he says, 
"every album has been successful." 

On the sales level, Cooper says, Mason's 
new album, "Mariposa de Oro," shipped 
gold. He adds, "It's almost guaranteed 
platinum and we are looking for a minimum 
of two million records. I consider that 
success. I consider selling out five nights at 
the (Universal) Amphitheatre successful. 

'Superbowl' 
Of DFK, he says with a smile, "I'll be 

happy when all their records are gold. I'm 
an ex -football player and I'm really into 
competition. You are never happy until you 
make the Super Bowl. 

"So I don't consider any of the albums 
successful until they are platinum and with 
Dave, double platinum. That's the way I 

look at it," he says. 
Cooper says his long-term goal is to 

become more involved again with his first 
love - football. Eventually, he says, he 
wants to be an owner or co-owner of a pro 
team. As for now, however, he says he is 
happy working with Mason, Wood, DFK 
band and Stein. He is also anxious in that he 
and his wife Brenda are expecting their first 
child shortly. 

"One of the real rushes for me in doing 
what I'm doing," Cooper says, "is when they 
(artists) come up and lay it on me about how 
happy they are. That's where it's at for me. 

"At this point in my life," he says, "there is 
no need to take on another band. I could 
quit tomorrow and just go play with my new 
kid; make a little fullback out of him - if it's 
a guy."

"The Latin Palace has become a 
meeting place for musicians. after they play 
their gigs at the uptown clubs, they come 
down here to party and relax." Hats off to 
Gene and Felix, two streetwise gents who 
have taken their aptitude for hustling and 
found a legitimate way to turn Salsa into 
gold. 

RCA Mexico suffered a fire in their of- 
fices in Mexico City. Estimated damage was 
close to a million dollars. 

Guillermo Santiso, top executive of 
Microfon America in the U.S., will join the 
executive staff of Orfeon in Los Angeles. 
Santiso was previously in Mexico where he 
was working for Microfon, and later 
transferred to Los Angeles by the same 
company. In his new position he will report 
directly to Angel Rota. 

After hearing testimony by Jerry 
Masucci, president of Vaya Records, Inc. 
and Stanley Cohen, president of T.R. 
Records, Inc., Roger J. Miner, a Justice of 
the New York State Supreme Court, 
Albany, ruled that a preliminary injunction 
be granted in favor of Vaya Records, Inc. 
against T.R. Records, Inc. and Angel 
Canales, restraining them from releasing, 
advertising and selling the album "Angel 
Canales Live At Roseland." 

The issue before the court concerned 
three tunes - "Sabor, Los Rumberos 
Nuevos," "El Cantante Y La Orquesta" and 
"Lejos de Ti," previously recorded by 
Canales for Vaya on the album entitled 
"Sabor," and re-recorded by him for T.R. 
Records on the album entitled, "Angel 
Canales Live At Roseland." Masucci, who is 
also an attorney, testified that, "Canales' 
contract with Vaya contained a negative 
restrictive covenant which extended for a 
period of five years from the date of the ex- 
piration of the contract or any option exer- 
cised by the company, and that such provi- 

sions are uniform and standard in artists' 
contracts throughout the American and 
Latin industry." Cohen expressed 
ignorance of Canales' contract with Vaya 
and of any knowledge of the provision con- 
tained therein. 

The defense relied heavily on the ruling 
of a 1962 case, Roulette Records, Inc. V. 
Princess Production Corporation, et al. In 

this case Sarah Vaughn, who was then un- 
der contract for Roulette Records, recor- 
ded two songs for the defendant in their 
movie, Murder, Inc. The court, in ruling for 
the defendants in this case held that, 
"although proof of actual knowledge may 
be predicated upon circumstantial 
evidence, this record does not demon- 
strate it." However, in this case, sufficient 
proof was established to overturn that rul- 
ing. 

Still pending against T.R. Records, Inc. is 
a contempt proceeding brought by Vaya for 
T.R.'s selling advertising the album 
allegedly in violation of a prior temporary 
restraining order signed by Supreme Court 
Justice, Deforrest C. Pitt on May 26 of this 
year. 

Julie Sayers from CBS International in- 
forms that Julio Iglesias recorded his new 
album on CBS International for the first 
time in Portuguese. It will be released in 

Brazil. Also Johnny Mathis and Deniece 
Williams will be trying to crossover their hit, 
"Too Much Too Little Too Late" in Spanish. 
"Aun No Es Tarde," their new single, will be 
released throughout Latin America and 
Spain. 

T.R. Records has released the second in 
a series of "live" albums, recorded at 
Roseland and called "Charanga '76 Live At 
Roseland."

Also, making 
her recording debut on this album is Karen 
Josephs, featured on flute.

by a colored disc, then additional records 
are pressed in black. As of yet, few industry 
observers expect the entire run of a hit 
album to be in colored vinyl. 

A&M Records has chosen colored vinyl 
to distinguish several of its recent "new 
wave" releases. U.K. Squeeze appeared on 
red, translucent vinyl with special limited 
edition stickers. Approximately 50,000 
copies were pressed with the LP selling at 
$7.98. A&M also issued a black and white 
marble effect album by the Stranglers and a 
white vinyl 10" maxi single by the Dickies. In 
spite of the increased production costs of 
approximately 12-15 cents per record, 
A&M maintained the $7.98 list and absor- 
bed the additional costs as a promotional 
expense. 

Stranglers A Natural 
"The record industry has used color vinyl 

over the years," says Jeff Ayeroff, director 
of creative services for A&M and the in- 
itiator of A&M's use of colored vinyl on re- 
cent releases. "I am a collector myself and I 

know there is a market out there. We are 
also exporting the Stanglers album which 
was a natural for colored vinyl. In England 
where the group sells well, colored vinyl has 
a big market. We are also exporting the 
Dickies and UK Squeeze. 

"People look at the marble effect of the 
Stranglers' LP and say 'Oh that's great, just 
like the Dave Mason 'Alone Together' which 
was out several years ago." 

A&M also issued last year a Brothers 
Johnson single on red, translucent vinyl en- 
titled "Strawberry Letter." In addition to the 
colored vinyl, the ink on the sleeve was also 
scented strawberry making the record a 
strong collectors item. 

Indicative of the strong interest in 
England for colored discs were the full - 
page print ads which appeared in con- 
;umer and trade magazines, advertising 
exclusively colored product. 

"Colored vinyl is a big collector's item in 
Europe," says Joe Petrone, director of in- 
ernational for Capitol Records. "From a 
)romotion standpoint, it is a unique tool for 
;reefing excitement. Also, it is often a way 
)f making a high impact on the industry it - 
elf. Among the waves of records that hit 
adio and review people, colored vinyl or 
picture discs is a way to get them to stop 
.nd look at the product." 

'Drastic Plastic' 
Capitol recently issued "Drastic Plastic" 

)y Be Bop Deluxe on white vinyl with an es- 
imated run of 50,000 for distribution in the 
1.S. and Canada. A new release by Grim - 
on Tide on red vinyl is expected in July. 

In England, Capitol issued 20,000 copies 
d "More Than A Woman" on blue vinyl as 
Bart of a greater promotional campaign.

to get airplay." 
EMI -England recently issued a pink 12" 

single of "Miss You" by the Rolling Stones 
and exported to the U.S. The record is on 
sale in New York for a $2.95 list (at Record 
Shack) as opposed to the standard price of 
$1.75 for a black 12 inch. A store 
spokesman called sales "very brisk." 

France -EMI has re -issued on colored 
vinyl a best -of compilation by the Beatles. 
"The Beatles - 1962-1966" is on red vinyl, 
matching the original color on the album; 
"1967-1970" is on blue vinyl. In addition, 
France -EMI is issuing the Beatles "white" 
album on white vinyl and "Yellow Sub- 
marine" on yellow vinyl. 

Philip Page, national promotion director 
of Jem Records, a large import -exporter in 
New York, says that Jem is being flooded by 
colored vinyl product from England. 

"Of the five or six new records we get 
each day, probably one or two is colored 
vinyl. In New York, they are a strong collec- 
tor's item. It seems like mostly punk groups 
are using colored vinyl, in addition to disco. 
We discuss colored vinyl as a separate 
topic at sales meetings." 

Sales Up 
"Sales are definitely up because of 

colored vinyl," says Page. "It is a novelty. I 

am sure that the Wreckless Eric record 
which was on a very unusual brown vinyl 
sold specifically because of the vinyl color. 

"In New York, some retailers groan when 
you mention colored vinyl but they all take 
them because of the resale value as collec- 
tors items." 

The use of colored vinyl and picture discs 
faces the dilemma of the more copies 
issued the less the value to collectors. 
Some spokesman feel that the use of such 
"gimmicks" may exhaust themselves as 
their popularity increases. 

"If you issued everything on colored 
vinyl," says Capitol's Petrone, "then the 
records lose their value as collector's items 
and unique promotional tools. If you eat ice 
cream every day, you get tired of ice cream" 

Page of Jem noted that the firm could 
bring in more colored discs but that 
restraint was in order so as not to "kill a 
good thing." 

In addition to the "burn -out" factor, 
colored vinyl faces several other problems 
related to the manufacturing process. 
Because of modern bulk feeding techni- 
ques at pressing plants, meticulous clean- 
ing of all aspects of the press is required to 
shift a press from one color to another. This 
tooling up period translates into additional 
costs. 

Also, colored vinyl and its corresponding 
dyes do not necessarily respond to the 
pressing process in the same manner as 
standard black vinyl. 

"Some colors are harder to press," says 
Mary Bornstein, quality control director for 
A&M Records. "Reds, blues and blacks 
pressed up in a roughly similar manner, but 
white and clear present unique problems. 
All colored vinyl shares one problem of 
making it difficult for quality control." 

Bornstein explained that whereas black 
vinyl is shiny and inspectors can quickly 
note problems, colored vinyl does not as 
readily allow inspection. This creates the 
problem of not noticing "unfill or non -fill" 
situations in which the vinyl has not 
properly filled into the stamper. 

In addition, with light colored vinyl which 
would readily show impurities that black 
vinyl would conceal, "clean room" techni- 
ques are needed which are contrary to 
standard masss production of records. 

Colored vinyl may also cause problems 
for radio programmers with cueing. Radio 
station CILQ in Toronto allegedly re- 
quested standard black copies from 
Capitol because of such problems with the 
Be Bop Deluxe record. 

However, apart from these technical 
problems and the dilemma of higher possi- 
ble return, colored vinyl records are selling 

briskly at retail outlets throughout the coun- 
try. 

Frank DiMarsico of Program One -Stop 
in New Jersey is both a dealer and collector 
of colored vinyl and picture discs. 

"The resale value of picture discs is 
amazing. I get offers of 75 dollars for the 
Warren Zevon (on Elektra/Asylum). Take a 
picture disc into a store around here and 
they sell incredibly fast. Some of the discs 
like Bob Welch's (on Capitol) were 

relatively large runs but they are very 
valuable. Small runs like the Elvis Costello 
go for a fortune." 

With consumer demand at such peaks, It 
remains to be seen how sustained the in- 
terest will be with more readily available 
picture discs and colored vinyl records. 
However, upcoming experiments, notably 
by Mushroom, ought to shed light on the 
commercial viability of these unusual 
promotional items.

Sure, there are varying tastes bet- 
ween the two peoples, but our aim is to sign 

Phonogram Aust. 
Reports Jump In 
Sales And Profits 

by Jock Veitch 
SYDNEY - Phonogram Australia reported 
that sales and profits for the month of May 
were the largest monthly totals in the 
history of the company. The continuing 
success of "Saturday Night Fever," which at 
the end of May had sold 325,000 copies was 
seen as chiefly responsible. In addition, 
"Choco -O -Bloc," a TV -promoted compila- 
tion has sold 160,000 units. 

Teamed with other releases such as 
"Grease," "Demis Roussos," and Genesis' 
"And Then There Were Three," Phonogram 
registered a 30 percent increase from the 
projected 1978 sales figures in a largely 
static market. 

"Saturday Night Fever" is now Australia's 
best-selling double -LP, surpassing Neil 
Diamond's "Hot August Night," a double - 
LP which has been on sale for nearly five 
years. The LP has been #1 on the Kent 
National Chart for 10 weeks. Phonogram 
marked the May success with a release of 
special platinum colored albums. 

Ross Barlow, managing -director of 
Phonogram Australia Pty. Ltd. said, "These 
figures are very encouraging and we expect 
to be doing even better by the end of the 
year. We have scheduled new releases 
from Status Quo, Bryan Ferry, Graham 
Parker, Graham Bonnet, 10cc, Bee Gees, 
Thin Lizzy and Steve Miller. 

"We have already proven that our 
aggressive TV marketing is successful and 
we have scheduled at least six more major 
campaigns behind full -priced albums dur- 
ing the next six months." 

an artist with potentially broad appeal. Why 
wait for months for an album to do well in 

Canada? The American market shouldn't 
be left behind. The States should be hear- 
ing Canadian music, and vice versa, at the 
same time. Thus, we've found it beneficial 
to automatically release Canadian albums 
in the U.S. I'd like to think that we're 
pioneers in that respect." 

The recent appointment of Deane 
Cameron as manager of talent acquisition 
for Capitol Records -EMI of Canada Ltd. 
was, according to Perry, a positive step for 
the company in reaffirming its continental 
A&R policy. "Deane has been in close con- 
tact with our American branches since he 

came to Capitol years ago," said Perry. 
"He's young and aggressive. I think he may 
be the youngest person in his field in North 
America. 

"At Capitol, we don't really look at the 
A&R situation as an annual strategic 
programmer," Perry continued, "If 
someone announced in January 1963 that 
music was going to stay the same for that 
year, and that they wouldn't be taking 
chances, the Beatles might have never 
emerged. It's a creeping conservatism in 

the business as a whole that sometimes 
scares me. I still feel a challenge. I still want 
to take risks. But now I feel that the 
machinery in the companies is there to 
minimize those risks. Why shouldn't we 
stick our necks out?" 

Happy With Agreements 
Perry expressed happiness in the 

manufacturing and distribution agreement 
between Capitol Records and Anthem 
Records in Canada. The deal also gave 
Capitol worldwide rights to Max Webster, 
an emerging Canadian band that has 
toured with Rush but has yet to achieve 
mass acceptance. 

"I think that several of our artists stand a 

chance to break internationally," said 
Perry. "In Canada, I think Domenic Troiano 
is going to make quite an impact. I also 
believe strongly in Richard Torrance in the 
U.S. But there are too many intangibles to 
the situation. You just have to plug away, 
and have utmost confidence in your 
colleagues within the company. And that I 

have."

Piracy Discussed 
At Intl. Forum 
In Phillippines 
MANILA - The first Asian International 
Forum held recently in Manila, Republic of 
the Philippines, was the first time that 
representatives from Indonesia, Malaysia, 
the Philippines, Singapore and Thailand 
met to discuss the subject of phonograph 
piracy which is said to be throughout Asia. 
Ministers and other senior representatives 
from these countries as well as members of 
the international business world from 
Australia, Canada, Europe 
(England,France, Germany, the Nether- 
lands), Japan, Scandinavia and the U.S. 
and officials from the EEC were present. 

Derrick Coupland, managing director of 
Decca Orient and Simeon Cheng, general 
manager of Super Record Company and 
director of the Philippine Assoc. of the 
Record Industry (PARI) pleaded the music 
industry's case against piracy. 

In a paper submitted by Coupland during 
the open forum of the second day's session 
on "Doing Business in Asia," he 
emphasized the lack of protection from 
piracy for the works of composers, lyric 
writers. artists and producers. He 
suggested that a committee be formed 
within the Asian Secretariat to formulate 
and implement policies and legislation to 
protect the phonograph industry. 

In reposnse, Philippine Industry 
Secretary Vicente T. Paterno requested 
Coupland to prepare a model law for con- 
sideration by member nations. Philippine 
Finance Secretary Cesar Virata assured the 
PARI that as soon as PARI furnishes him 
with substantiated information on those 
suspected of record piracy in the Philip- 
pines, his department shall conduct in- 
vestigations and make arrests, if needed, in 

an effort to eradicate the problem of piracy 
in the Philippines.

P.J. Imports Launches New 
Bomb Records In Canada 

by Kirk LaPointe 
TORONTO -A new record label has been 
launched by the owners of Canada's largest 
import/export record firm, P.J. Imports. 
During its first year of operation, the new 
label, Bomb Records, intends to release 
some twenty titles, including fifteen foreign 
discs licensed to them, and at least four 
albums by its burgeoning domestic roster. 

Already, the new firm has acquired 
Canadian distribution rights for a half - 
dozen new discs through foreign licensing 
agreements, and has signed two Canadian 
acts, vocalist -guitarist Bob Segarini (ex - 
Dudes member) and Toronto -based new 
wave act Battered Wives. 

The label's intention, says Bomb 
Records presidents Wolfgang Spegg, is to 
"sign and promote talent that other com- 
panies up here won't touch. There's so 
much talent here in Canada that goes un- 
noticed, particularly in the new wave and 
power pop fields, that is astonishingly 
good." 

The new label has a strong distribution 
network set up in Canada, the foundation of 
which was built through P.J. Imports. The 
label will also export its domestic product, 
and has licensing deals pending in 
England, Germany, Holland, Sweden, 
Japan and the United States. 

MUSEXPO '78 News 
NEW YORK - For the third consecutive 
year the Country Music Association 
(CMA) will produce and co-sponsor the 
Country Music Gala at MUSEXPO - 
America's Annual World Music Business 
Meeting - which will take place from 
November 4-8, 1978 in Miami Beach, it was 
announced recently by Roddy S. 
Shashoua, MUSEXPO President. 

Due to the continued growth, importance 
and crossover impact of country music in 
America and internationally, one entire 
night during this year's 4th Annuals 
M USEXPO has been reserved for a Country 
Music Gala which will be produced and co- 
sponsored by the CMA for the third con- 
secutive year. 

In a MUSEXPO related development, 
Shashoua announced that the event is an- 
ticipating record British attendance this 
year, in spite of the UK Dept. of Trades 
withdrawal of subsidies. To date, 36 British 
companies have agreed to attend. 

Shashoua felt that the massive reduction 
in international airfares (standby single 
from London to Miami is approximately 
$140) has effectively counterbalanced the 
lack of subsidies. The Trade Dept. allegedly 
withdrew its support because of mis -used 
subsidies by last year's participants.

The biggest barrier in starting up the new 
label, says Spegg, has been to convince 
European companies to license product to 
them. "Also, other Canadian companies 
have been a barrier. Most of them have a 
weak reputation abroad, due to the fact 
they do not export much of their domestic 
product. We intend to break our acts one at 
a time. We want to work the records piece 
by piece, and we want to get international 
exposure for all our domestic signings." 

The ten -member staff of Bomb Records 
is working out of a Mississauga office, just 
west of Toronto. The label uses the press- 
ing facilities of Golden Records in Scar- 
borough, Ontario, and says that special 
care is being given to that aspect of the 
operation. "Our pressings have to be com- 
parable to German and Japanese press- 
ings, because of our exporting operations," 
says Spegg, who along with Phil Lubman 
(secretary -treasurer) is heading up the 
label. 

"We have a considerable cash-flow, due 
to the success of P.J.," Spegg says, "and 
we're granting healthy budgets to our 
domestic acts for them to record. We want 
this operation to be high-class all the way. 
We aren't seeking to cut corners at all." 

The staff at P.J. Imports are part in- 
vestors in the new firm, having bought 
shares in the company to finance partially 
its inception. The label has hired a promo- 
tion firm, Mais Oui, headed by former 
Island Records press officer Stuart Raven - 
Hill, for publicity. 

"We're going to take this label upwards 
one at a time," says Spegg. "Until the 
product is moving, we aren't going to 
release too many titles. But we definitely 
want to break acts in Canada and abroad. 
We aren't going to operate like some 
branch plant. We intend to be ahead of the 
game."

Such is the case for 
many people living in the residential areas 
adjacent to Universal Studios' outdoor 
amphitheater in Cahuenga Pass, who 
petitioned the L.A. County Board of Super- 
visors in an attempt to force Universal to 

turn down the volume of rock bands which 
play at the popular venue. 

After representatives of MCA, Inc., own- 
ers of Universal, and area residents failed 
to find a compromise, the Board of Super- 
visors approved the county's first noise or- 
dinance by a vote of 3 to 2. The area resi- 
dents lost their fight. 

The new ordinance permits rock bands 
in concert at the amphitheater to generate 
up to a maximum of 70 decibels. The noise 
ordinance, which applies to all unincor- 
porated areas of the county, does not limit 
concert hours. However, Universal has at- 
tempted to conclude concerts by 11 p.m. as 

a concession to neighbors trying to sleep. 
Universal has had a long-standing dis- 

agreement with area residents over what is 

the acceptable noise volume. Universal's 
acoustical engineer, Bruce Davey, stated 
that severe noise limitations would restrict 
the 5,200 -seat venue's ability to hold rock 
shows which are a staple of the entertain- 
ment industry. Attorney William Keller war- 
ned the board that Universal would have to 
close down if strident noise limitation stan- 
dards were adopted.

This 
contract defines the conclusions agreed 
upon by the two societies regarding the 
creation and reproduction of original works 
specially conceived for video -programing.

This contract which con- 
cerns itself mainly with the reproduction of 
original works for sale to the public for 
private use also leaves open the 
possibilities for other forms of exploitation 
regarding the development and use of 
video spin-offs. The copyright society and 
its partners agreed at the conclusion of the 
contracts that the uniting of the various 
repertoire could only lead to the biggest 
possible exploitation of original works and 
thus be beneficial to artistic creation.

is tell them where it is available and how 
much it costs." 

Motown is also zeroing in on consumers 
at the local level, according to Derek 
Church, director of creative services, who 
says "we're using just about everything that 
is available locally, including local 
newspapers and billboards, but the bulk of 
our budget goes into radio." 

An 80 -date summer tour by the Com- 
modores will be promoted primarily by 
radio ads, Church says. "We will go market 
by market as the tour progresses," he says. 
"In front of the tour we will work both the 
date and the product and after the date we 
will continue to promote the product. 

"None of our radio is bought nationally," 
says Taylor, "even though the bulk of the 
spots are prepared for national distribu- 
tion. The time buys are made by our dis- 
tributor in given markets and are tagged 
with local retail outlets." 

At Chrysalis Records, Fran Musso, ad- 
vertising coordinator, says that approx- 
imately 75 percent of this summer's ad 
budget has been allocated for radio spots 
with the remainder going toward print ads 
tied in with the radio spots. 

New Acts Difficult 
"Our print ads are done regionally," 

Musso says, "unless the artist is es- 
tablished. If you're working with a new act it 
is difficult to advertise in print on a national 
basis if the public doesn't know what the 
album sounds like. Print isn't as likely to 
make them go out and buy as much as a 

radio spot would. You have to wait until it is 
very familiar, either with airplay or with 
radio spots before you can do a print ad for

TV Big At ABC 

ABC Records has increased its TV ad- 
vertising this summer, says John 
Mansfield, advertising and merchandising 
manager for the label, who reports that 
ABC is spending more money for television 
time than for print advertising. 

The label is supporting a summer tour by 
Steely Dan, with 30 -second spots in 44 ma- 
jor cities, says Mansfield. The TV ads, 
which began June 15, are scheduled to run 
for five weeks. 

"We're buckling up with sales programs 
and intensified campaings in the major 
markets," Mansfield says, "and then we're 
supporting that with time buys for the tour. 
We're spending a lot of money but we're 
reaching a lot of people." 

Mansfield says that the label is taking ad- 
vantage of the season's lower TV rates. 
"There aren't as many viewers in the sum- 
mer," he says, "but the cost is two or three 
cents less, so we get good exposure at 
reasonable cost." 

New York Stiffens A 
ALBANY, NEW YORK - Governor Hugh L. 

Carey signed into law a new anti -piracy 
statute carrying stiffer penalties for the 
manufacture of pirated sound recordings, 
and authorized the seizure and destruction 
of pirated recordings and the equipment 
used to produce them. The statute goes 
into effect on September 1. 

Under the terms of the new law, 
manufacturing of pirated recordings is 
designated a class "E" felony, punishable 
by a prison term of up to four years and/or a 

fine of up to $5,000. The current law, enac- 
ted in 1967, had classed the manufacture of 

nti-Piracy Law 
pirated recordings as a misdemeanor. The 
distribution, advertising, or sale of pirated 
sound recordings remains a class "A" mis- 
demeanor punishable by up to one year in 
jail and/or a fine of up to $1,000. 

The bill was sponsored by Assemblyman 
William F. Passannante of New York City 
and Senator Joseph R. Pisani, of New 
Rochelle.

Record People 
In an interview with Cash Box last winter, 

when he was still senior vice president and 
general manager of marketing for CBS 
Records, Craigo noted that the company's 
executives are trained to understand all 
aspects of the record business. Now, as 
Columbia label head, he feels this is more 
important than ever. "Whether they're in 
marketing, or a combination of A&R and 
management, the guys on this team are 
record men," he said proudly. "I don't think 
that you can be that specialized today in the 
record business. It's a business of total in- 
volvement, from an understanding of the 
artist's career and desires to the recording 
facets and, ultimately, taking the music to 
the street. 

`Looking For Totality' 
"The thing that's important here is that 

the artist today is really looking for a totality 
from the record company. It can't be a han - 
doff from one executive to another - 
they're looking for a team effort. And that 
team has to be highly interrelated, so that 
the A&R management is closely related to 
the marketing management. My job as the 
general manager of Columbia Records is to 
further enhance that interrelationship in the 
company, and to try to give more to the ar- 
tist. 

Will Craigo be taking a direct hand in ar- 
tist signings? "We have a lot of very talented 
people who have been working here doing 
that already," replied the former CBS 
marketing chief. "My job really is to take 
over the management of the company, and 
that is best executed by working with guys
