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EDITORIAL 
Freedom And "Dirty Words" 

Last week's Supreme Court decision regarding 
the "dirty words" case has struck a blow against 
freedom in the broadcasting community. But more 
in principle than in practice. 

In the 5-4 decision the High Court upheld the 
FCC's warning to WBAI concerning the airing of 
George Carlin's "dirty words" routine; however, the 
parameters of this decision are yet to unfold. 
Although FCC chairman Charles Ferris contends 
that his organization does not want to get involved in 
censorship, the full ramifications of this opinion will 
be felt in the future. 

While the broadcasting community as a whole 
does not support the programming of "patently of- 
fensive" matter, the fact is they no longer have the 

choice to do so. Whether another maverick station 
like WBAI, or a more conventionally -programmed 
station, will test the implications of the ruling is also 
yet to be determined. 

The effect of the decision on television program- 
ming will also be interesting to watch. With the 
networks seeming to take on more aggressive and 
controversial topics, we hope that the Supreme 
Court opinion will not forestall the current momen- 
tum. 

One ironic sidelight is that George Carlin will 
probably sell more comedy albums due to this type 
of exposure than with loads of airplay. 

While this appears to be the end of this issue, the 
truth of the matter is that this is the beginning.

Supreme Court Upholds FCC 
On Its `Dirty Words' Warning

WASHINGTON, D.C. - In a narrowly 
defined decision, the Supreme Court ruled 
5-4 that the constitutional guarantee of 
freedom of the press did not prevent the 
FCC from warning a broadcaster of possi- 
ble penalties for having aired seven words 
that crudely refer to sexual and excretory 
functions. 

In the opinion written by Justice John 
Paul Stevens, the court upheld the FCC 
while stressing that their decision "rested 
entirely on a nuisance rationale in which 
context is all-important." The time of day 
when the words were broadcast and the 
likelihood that children were in the 
audience were among the variables taken 
into account, the court said.

"Some Girls" takes over the #1 bullet 
position after debuting at #18 bullet four 
weeks ago, the highest entrance of any 
album so far in 1978. Showing greatest 
strength in the west and midwest, the Roll- 
ing Stones Records/Atlantic-distributed 
release garnered #1 sales at 19 major ac- 
counts. Certified platinum during its first 
week on the chart, the album shows solid 
strength throughout the country.

Misses Record 
"Saturday Night Fever," which contains 

works by the Bee Gees and various other 
artists, missed by one week matching the 
record of 26 consecutive weeks at #1 set 
last year by Fleetwood Mac's "Rumours" 
album. "Rumours" went on to spend a total 
of 31 weeks at #1, making it the most pop- 
ular album of 1977. Few doubt "Saturday 
Night Fever's" claim to that title for 1978. 
The phenomenonally successful album, 
spurred by the hit movie, reportedly sold at

Cassette Sales Are Booming, 
Post 71% Increase For 1977 
(The following article was compiled from 
staff reports. Written and edited by Alan 
Sutton and Randy Lewis.) 
LOS ANGELES - Sales of pre-recorded 
cassette tapes rose a whopping 71 percent 
in 1977, more than two -and -a -half times the 
increase posted by the record industry as a 
whole. Cassettes racked up $249 million in 

sales last year, as compared to $145 million 
in 1976. 

While 8 -track cartridges still account for 
the lion's share of pre-recorded tape sales 
(better than three out of four tapes sold in 
1977 were 8 -tracks), cassettes have 
narrowed the gap in dramatic fashion in re- 
cent years, according to figures recently 
released by the RIAA. 

During the 10 -year period from 1967 to 
1977, 8 -track sales increased approx- 
imately 13 fold, going from $60 million in 
1967 to $811 million in 1977. By contrast, 
cassette sales climbed more than 40 times, 
from $6 million to $249 million. 

In 1973, the first year in which the RIAA 
reported unit as well as dollar totals, 8 - 

tracks accounted for 84.1 percent of pre- 
recorded tape sales as opposed to 13.9 
percent for cassettes. Four years later, the 
8 -track market share dipped to 77.5 per- 
cent, while the cassette share increased to 
22.5 percent. 

Executives of the record and related in- 
dustries agree that cassette sales are

booming and suggest a variety of reasons - from the increased availability of 
cassette hardware to the enhanced sound 
quality and convenience of cassettes. 

Replaced Reel -To -Reel 
While virtually replacing the reel-to-reel 

configuration which once represented a 

major portion of pre-recorded tape sales, 
cassettes posted their second largest per- 
centage increase in 1977, topped only by 
1969, the year in which cassette hardware 
first became available to the public on a 
full-scale basis. 

One of the most frequently cited reasons 
for the increase in cassette sales is the 
spiralling growth of the hardware market. 

"More people are buying cassette 
hardware for home and car use," said 
Biruta McShane, vice president of 
marketing services for GRT Corp. "And the 
increased cassette sales are definitely 
related to the increased availability of 
hardware." 

McShane's view was echoed by a buyer 
for the Pacific Stereo audio chain, who 
commented: "We've been selling a lot more 
cassette (units) than 8 -tracks for about two 
years." While noting that cassette units now 
outsell 8 -tracks by a ratio of 10 to 1, the 
buyer added. "I think we could probably 
live without 8 -tracks without much trouble." 

At Elektra/Asylum Records, Stan 
Marshall, vice president of sales, attributed 
the boom to the installation of in -dash 
cassette players in automobiles. "Many 
manufacturers are now selling in -dash 
cassette players," he said, "which has 
reduced 8 -track sales while increasing 
cassette sales - so you have a two -fold ef- 
fect working there." 

Tom Sheehan, assistant general sales 
manager for Delco Electronics, which sup- 
plies all General Motors tape players, cited 
improved technology and the convenient 
size of cassettes as factors contributing to 
the growth of in -dash installations. "8 - 
tracks still outnumber cassette installa- 
tions," he said, "but in the next few years I 

think you are going to see cassettes over- 
take 8 -tracks." 

Sales Up 300% 
Most record dealers surveyed said 

cassette sales were up significantly over 
the past year, ranging anywhere from 50 
percent to 300 percent higher than one year 
ago. Of the gap between cassettes and 8- 
tracks, a Tower Records spokesman said,

Goody To Remain 
Separate From 
Pickwick Retail 
NEW YORK - Sam Goody Inc., whose 
merger with American Can was finalized 
last week, will be operated as part of 
Pickwick International, another American 
Can subsidiary.

He ad- 
ded that "if we have a particular product or 
purchasing program that's advantageous, 
we will encourage the Goody organization 
to participate in it. But that doesn't destroy 
their autonomy." 

In line with this hands-off policy, Smith 
noted, "We're not changing any of their 
(Goody's) marketing or merchandising 
programs at the present time.

Bar Coding Study 
"We are going to have the meeting to 

discuss briefly how we would go about 
preparing a manual that we could release to 
the entire industry so that each merchan- 
diser, and certainly each manufacturer, 
would have a full understanding of all the 
ramifications, both positive and negative, 
that bar coding presents to an industry 
such as ours," Cohen said. 

The panel will decide at the meeting on a 

consulting firm to help NARM in compiling 
such a manual, which should then be com- 
pleted two to three months following the 
August meeting, according to Cohen. 

"Once the industry has that information 
and it is disseminated and digested, we will 
poll, through a questionnaire, the entire 
merchandising community (NARM mem- 
bers) to find out to what extent they have an 
interest in bar coding -a logical, rational, 
intelligent interest in bar coding," Cohen 
said.

Label -Owned Publishing Co.s 
Seeking Coverable Writers

WASHINGTON, D.C. - There are obvious 
advantages and disadvantages in signing 
an artist -songwriter to both a label and the 
publishing company owned by that label. 
Negotiations in such a case are always 
delicate, with all sides seeking to capitalize 
on a possible hit or cover material.

numerous A&R, publishing and manage- 
ment executives interviewed by Cash Box. 
And the possible anti-trust problems in- 
volved may ultimately be resolved by the 
courts. 

The ownership of music publishing firms 
by record companies is a common oc- 
currence in the industry; the motivation 
such labels have to record songs in their 
publishing catalog and to promote albums 
with those songs on them is naturally 
enhanced. Some labels make special in- 
centive payments to A&R people who 
secure publishing rights to songs recorded 
for their companies. Yet most publishing 
execs insist that all labels are treated 
equally - there's no special treatment for 
the acts which may be signed to a label un- 
der the same corporate umbrella, they 
claim. 

The exception among publishers is Rick 
Smith, outspoken president of CBS Inc.'s 
publishing arm, April -Blackwood. "It's hard 
to quantify," said Smith, "but we can put 
subtle pressures on a sister record label 
..." There's more incentive to put some ef- 
fort behind the product when an artist is 
recorded on a CBS -owned label, he 
acknowledged, and all it takes is "a little 
politicking."

It was just over a year ago that Atlantic 
Records released the debut album by a 
new group called Foreigner.

New Faces To Watch 

Le Roux 
Louisiana's Le Roux, the Capitol Records 

group whose "New Orleans Ladies" single 
is on this week's Cash Box Top 100 Singles 
chart, takes its name from the Cajun French 
term for the gravy base used to make 
"gumbo," the Southern favorite which is 

created with a little bit of anything and 
everything on hand. 

Coincidentally, Le Roux member Jeff 
Pollard describes the band's music sound 
as a sort of "musical gumbo," both because 
of the variety of instruments played by each 
of Le Roux's six members, as well as the ap- 
proach each of them takes to songwriting. 

"If you want to get into philosophy," 
Pollard says, "you'd have to talk to 
everybody individually because there are 
six entirely different philosophies (of 
songwriting). That's probably why the 
music is unique. Everybody's got a different 
approach to playing and a different 
philosophy about everything. It's kind of 
like gumbo - you just throw in everything." 

The group's debut album showcases the 
wide range of musical influences of its 
members reflecting their Louisiana origins. 
Doses of rock, jazz, country, R&B, blues 
and Cajun music can all be found in their 
songs. 

Before deciding to record their own 
album, most of Le Roux's members perfor- 
med, and still do occasionally, as backup 
musicians at Studio In The Country in 
Boogalusa, Louisiana playing with 
numerous artists, including Clifton Chenier 
and Clarence "Gatemouth" Brown. 

But despite a schedule which kept them 
busy in the studio with other artists, they 
decided they wanted to go out on their own. 

"We had a lot of things we wanted to do," 
Pollard says. "Everybody wanted to ex- 
press themselves musically. Backing up 
(someone else) is good because it keeps 
your chops in shape, but if you don't get the 
opportunity to get out and play what you 
want to play, that can stifle what you do." 

"Plus," adds member Leon Medica, who 
also produced the album, "we had 
something together; we had enough 
material for two or three albums, so we 
were ready for that to happen." 

Medica, who plays bass, sings and co - 
wrote the current single, says he didn't suf- 
fer from the lack of objectivity that can oc- 
cur when a person produces himself of the 
group he is in. 

"I didn't mix the bass out front or 
anything," Medica joked. "It's two different 
things, so you approach them with two dif- 
ferent attitudes: one as a member of a band 
and the other as a producer. They are two 
distinct frames of mind you have to be in to 
do it. I don't think I had any problems with 
it." 

Although most of the tunes on their first 
album were written by Pollard, the other 
members say they are becoming more ac- 
tive as songwriters and that future Le Roux 
albums will feature their compositions in 

addition to Pollard's. 
Le Roux currently is on tour opening 

several dates for The Dirt Band, as both 
groups are managed by William McEuen. 
Le Roux's goal? 

"We just want to continue to expand," 
Pollard says, "musically, visually, in 
everything." Percussionist David Peters 
adds, "It's fun to play music, but it's really 
gratifying to be entertaining - to be able to 
make people happy." 

Lisa Burns 
If Bruce Springsteen ever decided to go 

the duet route, the lady he would have to 
pick to be his vocal partner would be Lisa 
Burns. It's apparent from her new album, 
"Lisa Burns," that Lisa is a singer In the 
classic mold of the city teenager, with the 
combination of toughness and tenderness 
that characterized the young, downtown 
ladies of rock's golden era, like the Angels 
and the Shangri-las. 

If Lisa's lyrics don't bulldoze the listener 
with literate imagery a la Springsteen, the 
pure, sensual qualities of her music surely 
do. With her impassioned vocals in the 
forefront of producer Craig Leon's layers of 
heavily echoed guitars and keyboards, the 
music is highly reminiscent of the 
collaborations of Phil Spector with the 
Ronettes. 

The album is the result of a series of 
delicate decisions made by the Leon -Burns 
team, and is the end product of a long 
association. Lisa, who hails from Jackson 
Heights, Queens, had been fronting various 
bands which were performing locally. She 
met Craig outside of CBGB's one wintery 
night - she, en route to a gig; he, on his way 
home. They agreed to share the only cab in 
sight and he wound up going to hear her 
perform. Although he didn't like the band 
she was with, he recognized her potential. 
They agreed to stay in touch and develop 
plans for recording an album. Leon's first 
move was to arrange a showcase perfor- 
mance for Denny Rosencrantz, vice presi- 
dent of A&R for MCA Records. Rosen- 
crantz, suitably Impressed, offered Lisa a 
recording contract. 

Craig and Lisa listened to several hun- 
dred songs. Lisa especially liked two, 
"Soul Deep," an old Box Tops tune and 
"Victim of Romance," a song by California 
songwriter John Martyn. A tape was made 
of "Victim" and sent to Martyn. 

When it came time to record, Craig 
suggested Willie Alexander's Boom Boom 
Band, which consists of Billy Loosigian on 
guitar, Severin Grossman on bass, and 
David McLean on drums. With their power - 
pop approach to the classically construc- 
ted tunes, the resulting music achieved the 
fine balance of old and new that Burns and 
Leon were striving for. 

Lisa's touring band has been chosen with 
equal sensitivity. They Impress as a solid 
group of professionals with impeccable 
credentials. They Include Willy Michaels 
and Sol Maida, the drummer and bassist 
for Sparks; the guitarist for the Beckies, 
Jimmie McAllister, and on keyboards, Mike 
Brown, who played for the Left Banke and 
wrote their hits. Rounding out the band on 
vocals are Donna Tornery and Helen 
Wheels. 

Lisa is enthusiastic about her current 
touring band, who have so far performed 
with the likes of Television and John Miles. 
"I want to follow Elvis Costello's pattern," 
she explains. "He cut his first album with 
Clover. Then he toured with the Attractions. 
Then when he used the Attractions for his 
second album, It had much more of a live 
feel. That's the way I want to do it, to go Into 
the studio for the second album with the 
band I'm working with. I'm writing new 
material. Mike's writing new material, and 
as long as there's another album In sight, 
we are committed to staying together. I just 
want to keep this band together and watch 
it grow." 

Recording Studios' Diversity 
Increasing In New Areas

NEW YORK - A growing number of 
recording studios are diversifying their in- 
terests and forming production, manage- 
ment, publishing, and even record com- 
panies. 

Producer Freddie Perren, owner of the 
Mom & Pops Company Store studio, recen- 
tly formed MVP Records (distributed by 
Polydor) because he wanted the freedom to 
be able to tackle any new project without 
having to sell a label on the concept. 
"Believe it or not, even after you've 
achieved some degree of success, there 
are still companies that want to audition 
material first," he said. "A lot of times I can't 
wait for things to happen on speculation, so 
the need for the label came about as a way 
of eliminating the wait." 

Perren's Grand Slam Productions (re- 
cent credits include Demis Roussos and 
Tavares) preceded the establishment of his 
recording facility: similarly his two 
publishing companies were formed to 
serve as an adjunct to MVP. 

Hologram Records, headquartered in 

New York and distributed by RCA, 
developed as a joint venture between the 
principals of the Record Plant Studios in 
New York and the principals of Inter- 
national Talent Consultants (ITC), manage- 
ment company that signed the group Axis 
to the label. Hologram used the facilities of

Attracts 100,000+

DALLAS - More than 100,000 hard -rock 
and progressive country music lovers 
braved the intense heat and humidity of the 
Dallas Cotton Bowl to enjoy a two-day ex- 
travaganza billed as the Texxas World 
Music Festival July 1-2. The festival 
featured a number of innovations which 
enabled it to transcend the severe weather 
conditions, including use of the vast Texas 
State Fairgrounds as part of the event, a 

rock 'n' roll "supermarket" and wristbands 
to allow concert -goers to re-enter the Cot- 
ton Bowl from the fairgrounds. 

The July 1 Texxas Jam was headlined by 
Aerosmith and Ted Nugent and drew a paid 
attendance of more than 75,000 heavy- 
metal fans. Refreshed between acts by 
water sprayed out over the audience by a 

giant fire hose, those who survived the 
brutal heat and humidity enthusiastically 
received performances by Walter Egan, 
Van Halen, Head East, Eddie Money, Jour- 
ney, Atlanta Rhythm Section and Heart 
before the headliners came on. Mahogany 
Rush closed the first day's show, as they did 
at the recent California Jam II. 

The second day offered the annual Willie 
Nelson Picnic, featuring Nelson, Waylon 
Jennings and Jessi Colter, Kris Kristoffer- 
son and Rita Coolidge, Emmylou Harris, 
Charlie Daniels Band and Ray Wiley Hub- 
bard, with surprise guest appearances by 

actors Jan -Michael Vincent and Gary 
Busey. But despite the star-studded lineup 
in the heart of Outlaw country, ticket sales 
for the day totaled little more than 30,000. 

Well Prepared 
The giant crowds, especially for the 

Texxas Jam, combined with the heat, es- 
timated at up to 130 degrees inside the Cot- 
ton Bowl, and sweltering humidity could 
easily have led to disaster. But the well 
thought out preparations by festival 
promoters Lou Messina of Pace Concerts 
and David Krebs of Contemporary Com- 
munications Corp. and their staffs allowed 
the festival to run smoothly. More than 300 
medical personnel were on hand to ad- 
minister salt tablets, Gatorade or more

Artists already signed to Good 
Sounds include Spats, Cheese, and Laura 
Taylor, whose first single (due next month) 
will feature the theme song to the syn- 
dicated television program, "Disco Magic." 

Media Sound In New York recently for- 
med a production company called Expo 
Records, which has just completed a new 
LP by Genya Raven and Taxi ("Urban 
Desire") for 20th Century. The studio has 
also organized two publishing companies 
in addition to its own Sound Designs, a cor- 
poration specializing in the construction of

NAB Endorsing Compromise 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - The National Other elements which NAB opposed are 

a new standard for the future regulatory 
agency, to replace the FCC, in lieu of the 
"public interest, convenience and 
necessity" mandate, and the threat of 
revoking a license in the case of technical 
violations. NAB also rejects the idea in the 
bill that "apparently looks to the eventual 
breakup of all combinations including 
AM/FM in the same market."

As for the break-up of same 
market combinations, the bill provides for 
grandfathering of existing combinations 
but would prevent any single owner from 
obtaining more than one of any kind of sta- 
tion per market in the future.

Most of 
our stores are probably selling more 
cassettes than 8 -tracks." He said the ratio 
in most Tower stores is 60/40 in favor of 
cassettes. 

"Last year the ratio was two -to -one (In 
favor of 8 -tracks)," according to a Music 
Plus spokesman, "but now it is even." 

Because 8 -track units are more popular 
in cars, with cassettes dominating home 
systems, the Music Plus spokesman said

Barbara Paley 
Dies At Age 63 
NEW YORK - Barbara Cushing Paley, the 
wife of William S. Paley, chairman of the 
board of CBS Inc., died of cancer on July 6 

at their home in New York City. She was 63 
years old.

track configuration and that cassette 
buyers usually purchase classics, MOR and 
jazz more often than other musical styles. 

Likewise, a Peaches buyer said, "More 
sophisticated audiences tend to buy more 
cassettes than 8 -tracks. For instance, in 
classical we sell virtually no 8 -tracks, but we 
sell a lot of cassettes. In categories such as 
country and soul we sell strictly 8 -tracks. I 

think people realize you get a lot better 
sound on cassette than on 8 -track." 

Fewer Defectives 
He also said the defective ratio is higher 

in 8 -tracks because it operates on a con- 
tinuous or open loop winding system as op- 
posed to the two -reel system on cassettes, 
which plays a part in cassettes' increasing 
sales. 

Many dealers also cited the equalization 
of LP and tape prices, which occurred when 
LP list prices were increased to $7.98, as a 

major reason tape sales in general and 
cassettes in particular have increased. 

"You have to assume that higher LP 
prices have contributed to the success of 
tape sales," said Fred Traub, Record Bar's 
vice president of purchasing. "But I also 
suspect that a good deal of the success of 
tapes is not only the price by the fact that 
more and more people have equipment in 

the house as part of a sophisticated sound 
system which employs cassette tapes." 

Song Order 
"Another definite plus for cassettes," 

commented a tape buyer for Pickwick In- 
ternational, "is that 8 -tracks, especially on 
live albums where the songs must remain in 
the same order, have to split songs, which 
is a definite hinderance. With the cassette, 
you don't have that." 

Regionally, most agreed that cassettes 
are more popular in cities and larger 
metropolitan areas, while 8 -tracks still 
dominate the tape market in rural areas. 

From the manufacturers' point of view, 
increased merchandising efforts on behalf 
of cassettes are also partly responsible for 
higher sales levels. 

"I know some retailers who are having to 
convert some of their 8 -track sections into 
cassette sections," said Larry Hathaway, 
Capitol Records national sales manager. 
"They're selling cassettes at a greater rate 
now. When they set their stores up they set 
them up for 8 -tracks and a few cassettes 
and now they are having to transfer some of 
the 8 -track bins over to cassette bins. So I 

definitely think that the greater merchan- 
dising space in the stores is helping." 

Record companies have also revised 
their attitudes somewhat toward producing 
cassette versions of LPs. 

Greater Title Selection 
According to Herb Corsack, Island 

Records' vice president of sales and 
marketing, "It used to be that you only put 
out a cassette after you had a hit record. 
You make your 8 -track and LP, but you 
didn't make your cassette until after you 
had a hit record. We were the first company

Slattery Elected 
AFTRA President 
DENVER, COLORADO - The American 
Federation of Television (AFTRA) and 
Radio Artists last week re-elected national 
president Joe Slattery of Chicago to a third 
term at the union's 41st annual convention. 
San Francisco news broadcaster Bill 
Hillman and New York actor -announcer 
Jackson Beck were also re-elected first and 
second vice presidents, respectively. 

In his statement to the convention, 
national executive secretary Sanford I. 

Wolff put the broadcast and recording in- 
dustries "on notice" when he said that AF - 
TRA had "come of age" and would accept 
"nothing less than complete recognition of 
its members' needs and demands." Wolff 
told the delegates that should it take a 
national strike to rectify "any inequities," all 
of the union's resources "would be brought 
to bear." 

The union's highest award - the George 
Heller Memorial Gold Card - was presen- 
ted to Arwin Schweig of Chicago. An AF - 
TRA member for 40 years, Schweig has 
served the union as a member of the 
national board and as president of its 
Chicago local. 

Another highlight of the convention was 
the creation of an ongoing committee of 
news broadcasters to address the 
problems posed by outside "news consul- 
tants." The committee will meet throughout 
the year and form recommendations for 
implementation by the union. 

Slattery, whose address to the union 
kicked off the convention, said that AF- 
TRA's growth to 36,000 members 
represented an increase of 2,000 in the last 
year. He noted that the growth has oc- 
curred "in areas where activity is not limited 
to just one staff working in one shop, but 
where there is considerable free-lance ac- 
tivity in the commercial and photographic 
recording field." He cited AFTRA's growth 
particularly in places like Dallas, Miami, 
Denver, and Phoenix, where the union has 
added 135 new members in less than six 
months. 

Millie Jackson Set 
To Produce & Star 
In New Musical 
NEW YORK - Millie Jackson will produce 
and star in a mini -musical show, "Get It Out 
'Cha System," based on her new album 01

GIANT STADIUM, MEADOWLANDS, NEW 
JERSEY - The Beach Boys, the Steve 
Miller Band, and Pablo Cruise headlined 
the first concert to take place at Giant 
Stadium in New Jersey's Meadowlands 
Sports Complex. Over 60,000 people atten- 
ded, and an estimated three to five million 
radio listeners heard the concert, which 
was broadcast on five stations. Entitled 
"Almost Summer," the well -run concert 
reflected the sun, sand 'n' surf character of 
the Beach Boys. Some fans in fact, wore 
swimsuits and played catch with 
beachballs during the concert. 

The Steve Miller Band preceded the 
Beach Boys and provided music that was 
well -suited for the milieu. Though Miller is 
well -schooled in Chicago blues and San 
Francisco psychedelia, his music today is 
ideally suited for a stadium. Playing long, 
airy guitar lines over an organ -fronted 
rhythm section, Miller was consistently 
engaging. His music, also provided a 
background soundtrack for stadium -size 
socializing. Highlights of Miller's set were 
"Rock Me Baby," "Take the Money and 
Run" and "The Joker," which he inflected 
with a reggae beat. 

The Beach Boys were on next. Their 
enormously long string of hits in the '60s 
created a myth around the group, and it 
was this myth that the mostly teenage 
audience had come to investigate. 

The group didn't disappoint. Beginning 
with their anthemic "California Girls", 
followed by "Sloop John B", "Do It Again", 
"Little Deuce Coupe" and "In My Room", 
the Beach Boys nearly reproduced the 
studio sound of their hit recordings. The 
crowd's attention decreased during less 
familiar material, like Brian Wilson's "Back 
Home" and the group's new cover of Buddy 
Holly's "Peggy Sue". But these moments 
were short-lived as the group repeatedly 
came back with ammunition from their 
huge arsenal of golden hits. They closed 
powerfully with "Help Me, Rhonda", 
"Wouldn't It Be Nice", "I Get Around", 
"Rock and Roll Music" and "Surfing, 
U.S.A." For an encore, the group obliged 
their ecstatic audience with "Good Vibra- 
tions", "Barbara Ann", and "Fun, Fun, Fun".

America 
UNIVERSAL AMPITHEATRE - Where 
does the time go? America's early '70s soft- 
-ock seemed strangely nostalgic as the 
Dand concluded their 35th tour at the Un - 
versal Ampitheatre on Tuesday, July 4, the 
202nd birthday of America. (That's a lot of 
Wring for a band whose first hit came out

:coo.) After opening the set with "Riverside," 
guitarist and songwriter Dewey Bunnell told

selves comfortable because America was 
about to play them all their hits. And so they 
aid. 

They played "Muskrat Love" and "I Need 
fou," both great examples of Gerry 
3eckley's romantic style. These contrasted 
with "Tin Man" and "Ventura Highway," 
some of Dewey Bunnell's jazzy rockers. 
They played new songs, notably "For Nor- 
man Delgettis," and they finished with 
'Sandman" and "Horse With No Name" as 
he encore. 

The entire performance featured the in- 

separable harmonies and fine 
musicianship that is characteristic of 
America's music. Lead guitarist Michael 
Woods carried the jams and 
keyboardsman and sax player Jimmy 
Calire and percussionist Tommy Walsh 
gave a rare studio polish to the live perfor- 
mance. Drummer Willie Cox and bassist 
David Dickey never let the rock and roll get 
lost, not to mention assisting on the vocal 
harmonies. 

The evening's entertainment was a 
totally -satisfying, professional perfor- 
mance that lagged only a bit because of the 
audience's unfamiliarity with the new 
material in comparison with the hits. But 
why nostalgic? America's songs are songs 
that mark an era. Now in the late '70s the 
changes that will mark the character of the 
'80s are taking place. It was reassuring that 
America's new songs are not disco - 
country -rock, or punk -west -coast -sound, 
but a constant evolution of their style as we 
have known it. 

Michael Murphey opened the show in the 
lingering twilight with a sincere and very 
enthusiastic performance featuring his 
well-known songs "Cosmic Cowboy," 
"Carolina In The Pines" and "Wildfire."

High Inergy 
DISNEYLAND, ANAHEIM - If there was 
ever a show to write home about, this would 
be the one. The performance by Motown's 
High Inergy at the Space Place Theatre was 
exactly as its name denotes and nothing 
short of quite incredible. 

The group has not received a wide range 
of exposure by way of live performances 
but this engagement was an excellent op- 
portunity for the SRO crowd to get to know 
and seethe capabilities and potential of this 
fine vocal quartet. 

There weren't many spectators at the on- 
set of the opening tune. However, midway 
through the energetic intro of the members 
(with sisters Vernessa and Barbara con- 
tributing instrumental talents on piano and 
drums respectively) the audience had in- 
creased three -fold. 

Imbalance on the part of the sound 
technician was occasionally distracting but 
their shining attire, beautiful smiles, coor- 
dinated moves, well choreographed and 
executed dance routines were 
overwhelmingly effective, transcending 
those barriers by far. All four were well ver- 
sed in their talents. Vocally, Vernessa and 
Barbara carried several numbers, together 
and separately which included "Love Is All 
You Need," "Could This Be Love" and the 
popular "You Can't Turn Me Off (In The 
Middle Of Turnin' Me On)" while Linda and 
Michelle provided strong supporting vocals

EL MOCAMBO, TORONTO - The term 
'supergroup" has come to be known as the 
musical kiss of death. When applied to an 
upstart collection of experienced musi- 
cians, the term has been responsible for the 
overhyping (and subsequent disap- 
pointing performances) of several bands 
during the past decade. 

But U.K. is an exception to the rule. Each 
band member is a proven musician, who 
has been directly responsible for the 
development of progressive music. The 
North American debut concert, before a 

packed house at Toronto's El Mocambo 
club, almost instantly established them as a 
new force with which to be reckoned. 

In concert, the band is as fine an 
aggregation of progressive exponents as 
one will find. Vocalist/bassist John Wetton 
is tougher than on disc, but more appeal- 
ing. Guitarist Alan Holdsworth is restrained, 
but sharp and fluid in his solos. Drummer 
Bill Bruford is impeccable, and as fine a 
technician within the ranks of drummers as 
exists today. But the highlight of the show is 
Eddie Jobson, the virtuoso violinist/key- 
boardist for the band. His counterplay with 
Holdsworth's guitar, and his skyrocketing 
solos are the magical cohesive factor within 
the group that whips the band's music on to 
new limits. 

If indeed there is a band deserving of the 
supergroup label, it is this one. They are 
bound to revive the languishing art of 
progressive music, and excite concert 
audiences, for a long time to come.

Snail 
THE CATALYST, SANTA CRUZ - Many 
bands try and cover too much musical 
territory, and wind up not mastering any 
styles. Snail isn't one of them. 

Santa Cruz's favorite quartet concen- 
trates on one style - straight -ahead guitar - 
oriented rock 'n' roll. And after ten years of 
existence the group has it down. Playing 
before a home audience at the Catalyst, 
Snail laid down some of the hottest rock 
sounds to be heard anywhere today. 

Guitarist/singer/songwriters Ken Kraft 
and Bob O'Neill are the heart of Snail, 
fronting the band while drummer Jim 
Norris and bassist Jack Register supply 
steady driving rhythms. Together they 
create a sound reminiscent of the early 
Doobie Brothers, country -flavored rock 'n' 
roll with enticing melodies and top-notch 
instrumentation. 

This evening Snail opened with "Try And 
Wonder," and within minutes most of the 
audience was up dancing, taking advan- 
tage of the dance floor in the middle of the 
Catalyst. "Music Is My Mistress" and "The 
Joker" off the group's debut album on 
Cream Records were among the set's 
highlights, but almost every song featured 
stunning guitar licks from Kraft or O'Neill on 
top of catchy hooks and tight playing. The 
group even pulled off a very difficult feat, 
covering the Beatles' "And Your Bird Can 
Sing" and making it hold its own against the 
original. 

Visually, only O'Neill moves about the 
stage, but his roving is a perfect counter- 
point to Kraft's rock -steady, calm stance on 
the other end of the stage. But at the 
Catalyst the music is the key - those desir- 
ing a show can watch the dancers reeling 
and rocking to the high -charged rock. 

After a short intermission, Snail came 
back for a second set of different songs that 
were just as powerful, forcing almost 
everyone to hit the dance floor. 

Snail has one of the most misleading 
names in the music world. Unlike its slow 
and timid namesake, the band plays fast, 
hard, and good.

David Johansen 
WHISKY A GO GO, L.A. - Four years since 
his last appearance in Los Angeles with the 
New York Dolls, David Johansen made his 
local headlining debut as a solo attraction. 

A standing -room only crowd at the Whisky 
welcomed him back, as Johansen and his 
new band performed many numbers from 
his new solo album along with a smattering 
of old Dolls songs and cover renditions of 
'60s soul classics. 

Attired in a white shirt and slacks, a black 
jacket and wearing a derby hat, Johansen 
was dressed fashionably but bore little 
resemblance to his wildly -dressed glitter - 
rocker image with the Dolls. Accordingly, 
the singer/songwriter's musical execution 
had undergone changes, including 
developing a more polished, controlled 
guitar sound and placing increased impor- 
tance on more lyrical, vocal -oriented 
arrangements. Such hard -rock numbers as 
"Cool Metro" and "I Like Girls" effectively 
stirred up the crowd, but it was the surging, 
medium -tempo compositions ("Lonely 
Tenement," "Donna," and "Frenchette") 
that captured Johansen at his most intense 
and passionate. 

With such favorite Dolls numbers as 
"Personality Crisis," "Looking For A Kiss" 
and "Babylon", Johansen and his band 
(which on this tour included ex -Doll Sylvain 
Sylvain on guitar and piano) gave the 
audience a healthy musical sampling of the 
singer's former band, providing a varied, 
solid evening's worth of rock 'n' roll enter- 
tainment. 

Throughout the set, Johansen's voice 
remained aggressive and powerful, and his 
energetic prancing about the stage and 
visually expressive hand motions also con- 
tributed to the overall impact of the show.

John Stewart 
Robby Benson 

ROXY, L.A. - John Stewart radiates a con- 
genial personality in his concerts that 
makes it hard to come away from the show 
without feeling uplifted. 

Because of the years he has spent on the 
road, Stewart always appears completely at 
ease on stage, even when it is in a more un- 
familiar atmosphere of the Roxy, as op- 
posed to his usual Palomino dates. 

The veteran folk/rock singer songwriter 
balances his show's often serious and in- 
trospective songs with a light, entertaining 
patter between songs that could fit comfor- 
tably into a Las Vegas showroom. In fact, 
one of the highlights of the show was when 
Stewart noted the new hip approach in Bob 
Dylan's stage manner of late and did his im- 
pression of Dylan and Neil Young (done by 
bassist Chris Whalen) in a top Vegas club 
for a duet of "Moon River." 

When it comes to Stewart's songs, 
however, there is nothing lightweight or 
superficial about it like much of the material 
used by dinner club entertainers. His songs 
deal with personal relationships, life on the 
road and the effect each can have on the 
other. 

In addition to the material from his latest 
RSO album "Fire In The Wind," Stewart in- 
cluded several new songs as well as up- 
dated treatments of his early classics "July, 
You're A Woman," which was done in a solo 
acoustic version, and "Nashville." 

His three-piece backup band displayed 
admirable musical versatility, providing 
Stewart with a powerhouse rock beat when 
he needed it to a country shuffle to delicate 
folk backing in various songs. 

Robby Benson, a young folk singer - 
songwriter known primarily for his acting, 
opened the show. The best of his songs had 
a youthful charm/innocence reminiscent of 
early Cat Stevens or perhaps the Lovin' 
Spoonful, and with a little work towards a 
more dynamic stage presence, Benson 
could be a thoroughly entertaining perfor- 
mer. randy lewis

Of course featuring the distinctive 
vocal and songwriting abilities of Dave Cousins and Dave Lam- 
bert, this LP is a must for anyone remotely interested in British 
folk-rock. 
THE BEST OF THE BEST OF CHUCK BERRY - Gusto GT - 
0004 - Producer: None Listed - List: 7.98 

There have been several Chuck Berry anthology albums, but 
hits new collection provides probably the strongest sampling of 
the legendary rocker's material for a single LP. All 10 tracks on 
this album were originally recorded on Chess Records, and are 
presented here in pure monaural sound. Including such 
classics as "Johnny B. Goode," "Maybelline" and "Sweet Little 
Sixteen," this LP serves as a perfect introduction into the rock 
'n' world of Berry. 

TRICKSTER - Jet JZ 35478 - Producer: Martin Rushent and 
Trickster - List: 7.98 

Trickster with its new album has issued a diversified, im- 
aginative effort that derives its strengths from three key 
sources: Phil Bates' potent, exciting guitar licks and his soaring 
lead vocals; Colin Hewinson innovative keyboard sequences; 
and the group's colorful, playful harmonies. Strong cuts include 
"Rich Man" and "Miles And Miles Away." With the group curren- 
tly hitting the road with ELO, Trickster should receive plenty of 
exposure and attention. 
THAT'S LIFE - T. Life - RCA APL1-2673- Producer: Al Gar-

On his new LP, T. Life has concocted a potent, playful assort- 
ment R&B/pop numbers. "That's Life" features the contribu- 
tions of several musicians, including Vicki Sue Robinson, but all 
of the album's strongest ingredients are a result of T. Life's ex- 
cellent skills as a co -producer, arranger, guitarist and singer. 
Equally powerful on the LP's resonant ballads as it is on the fiery 
upbeat numbers, T. Life seems headed for extensive chart 
success.

Gerry Rafferty is now enjoying pop success as a solo artist, 
but long before going solo the Scottish singer/songwriter was 
producing fine records as the co -leader of Stealers Wheel. 
Along with Joe Egan, Rafferty concocted such wry, attractive 
songs as the hit "Stuck In The Middle" as well as other gems. 
Compiled from three previously released albums, this collec- 
tion will surely appeal to both new and old fans of Rafferty.

On its latest album, this feminine vocal trio has issued 
another disco/pop assortment that is certain to be a joy for 
dance floor strutters. The Ritchie Family display infectious lead 
singing and harmonies on this effort, but it is also Jacques 
Morali's impressive production and compositions that make 
this album a success.

FOX CUT LOOSE - Despite a good "baseball book" in the April/May ARBs, KCBQ 
program director Jimi Fox has been relieved of his duties at the station. New KCBQ 
general manager Mike Stafford apparently decided to bring in his own PD to help the sta- 
tion's transition from Top 40 to pop contemporary. But Fox says he fulfilled his goals at the 
station in the recent ratings "and felt we were in a great position to move up in the next 
book. 

"We beat Magic 91, raised our night numbers and went to an 8.8 in women 18-34," 
reports Fox. "Still, I leave on good terms. I enjoyed my stay there and I wish them luck. One 
of the biggest disappointments is that my dismissal may kill the October benefit we were 
planning to raise funds for the restoration of the Aerospace Museum and the Old Globe 
Theatre which were burned down last winter." 

As far as Fox's future goes, the former Ten Q programmer will no doubt be returning to 
broadcasting. "If I have to relocate I will," says Fox, "but I may start consulting or I may look 
into television." 
LIVE FROM TEXXAS - The Texxas World Music Festival was the biggest thing to hit the 
Lone Star state since the Alamo. Well over 100,000 people attended the July 4th weekend 
extravaganza, as well as hundreds of press representatives. And for those who couldn't at- 
tend, six southwestern radio stations carried the Texxas Jam (featuring Aerosmith, Ted 
Nugent, Heart, Atlanta Rhythm Section, Mahogany Rush, Eddie Money, Van Halen, Head 
East and Walter Egan) held the first day of the festival via a live broadcast hook-up from the 
Cotton Bowl in Dallas. KILT/Houston and KZEW/Dallas had their own personnel at the 
Cotton Bowl to give listeners a first-hand perspective and interview artists, while 
KROK/Shreveport, KHFI/Austin, KONO/San Antonio and KAYC-AM and KAYD- 
FM/Beaumont used the other stations' feed to bring the Texxas Jam to their listeners. 
UNLUCKY PROPOSITION 13 - As a result of the California electorate's recent vote to 

clamp a lid on state spending by limiting 
property taxes, at least three radio stations 
find themselves face-to-face with extinc- 
tion. KCRW/Santa Monica, KPCS/Pasa- 
dena and KLON/Long Beach, all FMs tied 
to area schools or colleges, face massive 
operational budget cuts by their boards of 
trustees and are in danger of losing their 
memberships in the Corporation for Public 
Broadcasting. CPB membership is 
necessary to be a part of the National Public 
Radio network. Currently, grants from the 
CPB and NPR are major sources of those 
stations' funding. 

Indirectly affected by Proposition 13 are 
KCSN/Northridge and KUSC/Los 
Angeles. But as these stations are respec- 
tively state and privately owned, they are 
less threatened by Proposition 13. 
THE WINNERS - The 14th annual 

Armstrong Awards for excellence and originality in FM broadcasting have been announ- 
ced at Columbia University. KNX/Los Angeles won first place in the music category for its 
program, "An Evening With Jackson Browne," produced, written and announced by 
Christopher Ames. Best general news coverage and best documentary awards both went 
to Chicago's WXRT. The documentary award was for a series of reports on Cuba, pro- 
duced by news director C.D. Jaco following his week-long visit to Cuba. The Armstrong 
Committee said "WXRT's dedication to good journalistic practices is to be commended at 
a time when news broadcasters seem to be striving more for entertainment than 
substance." 

Another recent award winner is Boston's WCOZ-FM, which received the 1978 Clio 
Award for "best station ID in the U.S." for its animated television campaign, "The Music Is 
The Force." The campaign was produced, directed and designed by Steve Lisberger and 
Dan Kavanaugh, who now operate Future Media Corporation.

NEW YORK - DIR Broadcasting will pre- 
sent the 1978 Rock Radio Awards on Sep- 
tember 22.

(Favorite Debut Album, Favorite 
Singer/Songwriter, Favorite Male Singer, 
Favorite Female Singer, Favorite Group, 
Favorite Album, Favorite Song, Favorite 
Single, and Favorite All -Time Album - 
from June 1977 through June 1978) are 
chosen by the program directors of DIR's 
250 -member stations.

manufacturers so they understand once 
and for all just how needed this kind of ser- 
vice is," NARM's president said. 
"Culminating all of this will be a presenta- 
tion at the NARM convention (March 1979) 
that will be an audio-visual presentation in 
outlining in visual terms the manual that 
we'll prepare." 

Supplemental Code 
One other aspect of bar coding Cohen 

said will need to be resolved is whether to 
use a supplemental five -digit trailer code to 
indicate suggested list price. This would be 
in addition to the 10 digits making up the 
uniform product code. 

"I think it will have to be used otherwise 
each retailer is going to have to put a price 
on every record they sell," Cohen said. If 
there is no way of indicating the suggested 
list price, "the clerk at the counter who rings 
it up won't know what the list price is, 
therefore what their price is. There is the 
capability of using the trailer code, but we 
haven't come to an industry standard on it." 
Cohen added that while he, NARM and 
much of the industry are anxious to imple- 
ment bar coding, "Time is not important. 
We've been in existence for 101 years and 
lived without it. What is important, is that 
when it is done and accepted in the in- 
dustry, that it is done properly, and there is 
no substitute for doing it right. The only way 
to insure that is to educate the industry.

In other bar coding developments, CBS 

Records recently received manufacturers 
designation numbers from the Uniform 
Product Code (UPC) Council, allowing it to 
proceed with bar coding on product 
whenever the company is ready. 

CBS joins Capitol Records and ABC 
Records as major manufacturers who have 
applied for, and been granted, the special 
manufacturer indentification numbers by 
the UPC Council, which oversees the use of 
bar coding in all industries. 

Technically, CBS could proceed with bar 
codes on with its next release, as could 
Capitol and ABC, since the granting of the 
manufacturer's number is the last 
procedural barrier to implementation of 
bar codes. 

But according to CBS' Paul Smith, "It 
hasn't gotten to that point yet. We are study- 
ing it very closely and we are very suppor- 
tive of it. But as far as definite date (to begin 
bar coding product), nothing has been 
determined." 

A Capitol spokesman said the label will 
have bar coded product on the market, 
"probably by the end of the year, although 
no decision has been made." ABC's 
general plan aims at introducing bar coded 
product on the market with its fall release. 

A small California label, the Pacific Arts 
Corp., also has been granted a manufac- 
turers designation number by the UPC 
Council and will begin bar coding new 
releases late this month or in August, ac- 
cording to label president Michael 
Nesmith. 

"We're already computerizing at the cor- 
porate level," Nesmith said, "so it makes 
sense for us to go ahead and computerize 
all the way out to the sales and retail levels." 

He said the company would shortly be of- 
fering video presentations for sale at the 
consumer level and that "bar coding will be 
on all our video products as well. It's just a 
matter of staying with the times and moving 
along. I'm real certain that it's in the future, 
so why not do it?"

The display also illustrated the impor- 
tance of positioning hardware and software 
departments and products side -by -side. 
For example, a videocassette recorder and 
TV were exhibited next to displays of 
prerecorded home video programming. 

The exhibit was created, set up, and 
manned by representatives of the NARM 
Rack Jobbers Advisory Committee and 
employees of their respective companies, 
along with NARM staff. Michael Damesky, 
advertising coordinator for Lieberman En- 
terprises in Elk Grove Village, Illinois, and 
Ken Redemske, Midwest regional manager 
for Pickwick International, played impor- 
tant roles in developing and staffing the ex- 
hibit. 

Video Highlighted 
According to Joseph A. Cohen, ex- 

ecutive vice president of NARM, the exhibit 
achieved two other goals. First, its display 
of video software called attention to a 
product he termed significant to the future 
of the record industry. Second, the services 
provided by rack jobbers and one -stops 
were highlighted. For instance, the exhibit 
illustrated the usefulness of the rack jobber 
as a cross -merchandising sales booster. In 
addition, a list of NARM rack jobber mem- 
bers was given to all interested electronics 
retailers. 

At the exhibit, Cohen also spoke on the 
importance of cross-pollination of the two 
industries. He later stated, "Although the 
speech contained the same ideas I've been 
voicing all along, the importance of this ex- 
hibit is that it represents the first time that 
those ideas have been manifested."

continue as they were laid out by previous 
management." 

Asked whether he expected an expan- 
sion of the Goody chain within the next 
year, Smith replied, "One of the intangible 
assets we bought was the Goody name, and 
we are certainly not going to fail to exploit 
that, although I am not free to say now what 
our planning is." 

George Levy commented that he had not 
been informed of any expansion plans for 
Goody by American Can. Regarding the 
advantage of keeping the chain distinct 
from the Pickwick Retailing Division, Levy 
said, "They're two different types of opera- 
tions, a Goody store and a Musicland 
store." However, he added, "It's a team ef- 
fort from now on. The advantage of 
Pickwick to Goody and of Goody to 
Pickwick is really all in one pot." 
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MERCHANDISING 
A&M Begins Second Annual 
Mangione Catalog Campaign 

LOS ANGELES - As a result of the success 
of its merchandising campaign last July in 
support of Chuck Mangione, A&M Records 
is launching its second annual Chuck 
Mangione Month. The jazz/pop artist's top 
selling "Feels So Good" album and single, 
as well as his A&M catalog, will be 
emphasized by the company. In addition, 
the campaign is geared to maintain 
momentum and exposure on the retail level 
for Mangione, whose next album is 
scheduled to be released either later this 
month or during August. 

Gil Friesen, president of A&M Records, 
explained that the idea for this month's 
second Mangione campaign came about 
because "we had a Mangione month last 
July that for A&M was the beginning of a 
campaign that brought his LP, 'Feels So 
Good,' to nearly double platinum status." 
The first one was very successful, so it 

seemed interesting and worthwhile to 
follow it up with a second campaign." 

In line with the support of Mangione's 
A&M catalog ("Bellavia," "Chase The 

Clouds Away" and "Main Squeeze") the 
label has prepared a 4 by 4 mounted poster 
which is designed for in-store use. In addi- 
tion, a media kit is to be given to all A&M 
field people. The kit includes new ad minis, 
new radio spots and suggestions for in- 
store displays, all stressing Mangione's 
catalog. The media kit will also contain an 
in-store sampler album of Mangione's most 
popular songs called "Chuck Mangione II." 

In discussing the campaign, Friesen 
stressed that along with his label's work in 

establishing Mangione as a major artist, it 

was Mangione's own dedication and deter- 
mination to achieve widespread success 
that enable the fluegelhorn player to 
become a platinum -selling attraction. 

"Mangione is an immensely hard- 
working, dedicated artist," said Friesen. "I 

would certainly not want to diminish the role 
that A&M has played in breaking Mangione. 
Our people have done a sensation job here. 
But in concert with him, literally and 
figuratively, it has been a wonderful work- 
ing relationship." 

Cassette Sales Are Booming, 
Post 71% Increase For 1977

to start putting everything out in cassette." 
Due to this greater availability of titles, 

the cassette buyer now has a greater selec- 
tion from which to choose and isn't as 
limited as he was in the past. 

Biruta McShane of GRT indicates 
cassette sales are still primarily made at the 
retail record store as opposed to depart- 
ment store record departments. "As far as 
rackjobbers such as Sears or K -mart con 
sumers are still heavy 8 -track buyers, 
because the product selection is still quite 
limited on this level." 

Some companies, however, sell a 

greater or lesser number of cassettes 
because of the type of music they specialize 
in, such as Casablanca, according to senior 
vice president and managing director Larry 
Harris. 

'Different Company' 
"We're a different company than most," 

Harris said. "A large percentage of our acts 
are disco -oriented and people usually buy 
disco records and 8 -tracks more often than 
they would a cassette. Cassette sales 
haven't drastically changed for us in the last 
year, maybe from five -to -one (in favor of 8 - 
tracks) to four -to -one." 

Blank Tape Sales 
A few manufacturers said the sales of 

blank cassettes are keeping those of pre- 
recorded cassettes from attaining even 
higher levels. 

"Blank cassette sales are hurting pre- 
recorded sales," said Lenny Cummins, 
A&M Records' national tape coordinator. 
He added that many consumers today "will 

buy a cassette player that has the capability 
to record. That definitely does cut into 
sales." 

On the other hand, E/A's Stan Marshall 
says, "I think that the people who were us- 
ing blank tape to record various songs, and 
make up their own cassettes have gotten 
tired of doing that, just as people got tired of 
doing it with reel to reel. They'd sooner have 
the whole album." 

At the retail level, however, blank 
cassettes are selling quite well. "We have a 
great business in blank tapes," says Steve 
Smith of Texas' Sound Warehouse chain. 
"They sell twice as much as pre-recorded 
tapes. We display them by the cash register 
and a lot of people pick them up after buy- 
ing an album so they can record it and have 
an LP for the house and a cassette for the 
car." 

The Music Plus buyer summarized the 
reasons for cassette sales jumps as ex- 
pressed by a large number of manufac- 
turers and dealers. 

"They are more convenient. They're 
smaller and take up less room than an 8 - 

track. I think the biggest reason is 
technology. The technical know-how on 
machines has gotten to the point where 
cassettes are much better than 8 -tracks in 
terms of quality. 

"Three years ago," he said, exemplifying 
the dramatic increase in cassette 
technology in recent years, "I would never 
have considered buying a cassette 
machine. Now I have one in my car and one 
in my home."

Bad Publicity, Small Crowd 
Mar Nashville Music Festival

COLUMBIA, TENN. - The Nashville Music 
Festival, which has been plagued by 
problems from the outset, drew a disap- 
pointing 20,000 country music fans over the 
three days of entertainment which con- 
cluded July 4. Billed as "the greatest coun- 
try music show on earth," promoters had 
expected between 60,000 and 100,000 
people for the festival held in a town just 30 
minutes from Nashville. 

Castle Investment Corp. had stink ap- 
proximately $750,000 into the festival, 
which included salaries for headliners 
Kenny Rogers and Merle Haggard and 
other top country acts. A full accounting 
has not yet been completed, but promoters 
admit they will not break even. 

While the audience enjoyed themselves 
despite the dust and heat, an air of un- 
easiness permeated the backstage area as 
some performers were afraid of not getting 
paid. In fact, one prominent artist would not 
perform before he received his fee. 
Producer Tom Moon claimed, however, 
that all acts were paid in full and that all in- 
curred debts would be paid. "No one is go- 
ing to get stuck," he said. "It has been an A- 
1 concert from the very beginning." 

Suit Filed 
Moon blamed the commercial failure of 

the festival on some initial bad publicity and 
his former partner Ralph Wright, who last 
week filed suit against Castle Investments 
for allegedly forcing him out of the festival 
project. 

"We had some initial bad publicity," 
Moon said. "When you start something, 
people tend to be skeptical. It takes three 
years for a festival like this to get in the 
black." 

The fans who did show up got comfor- 
table under umbrellas, makeshift tents and 
in folding shairs to hear 30 hours of music 
from Tammy Wynette, Larry Gatlin, Eddie 
Rabbitt, The Earl Scruggs Revue, Hank 
Williams, Jr., Don Williams, Jim Ed Brown 
and Helen Cornelius, Lynn Anderson, Bar- 
bara Fairchild, The Kendalls, Danny Davis 
and The Nashville Brass, Alvin Crow, 
Charlie McCoy, Joe Stampley, Merle 
Kilgore, Johnny Rodriguez, Jimmy C. New- 
man, The Oak Ridge Boys, Barefoot Jerry, 
Little Jimmy Dickens, Jack Greene and 
Jeannie Seeley, The Sons of the Pioneers, 
Hank Thompson and Tony Alamo. 
Headliners Rogers and Haggard closed the 
show on the final day. Tennessee Gov. Ray 
Blanton appeared onstage briefly July 4 
and welcomed the crowd.

K.C. Picnic Draws 
Crowd Of 45,000

KANSAS CITY, KA. - More than 40,000 
music fans turned out July 1 at Arrowhead 
Stadium here for 10 hours of fun and enter- 
tainment at the 6th annual Willie Nelson 
Picnic. 

Some fans waited In line for over four 
hours to be the first ones to get a seat on the 
floor of the 80,000 seat football stadium. 
Another 25,000 fans sat on the floor, while 
the remainder found seats In the grands- 
tands. 

Promoters of the concert had originally 
planned to provide picnic -type food for the 
crowd, but they were overruled by the 
Kansas City Health Department who vetoed 
the plan for sanitation reasons. The crowd 
didn't seem to mind, though, as the refresh- 
ment stands were always crowded. 

The music started about 1:30 as Nelson

tanglements and moved the show to the site 
near Columbia. Rumors had persisted that 
political pressure from officials in William- 
son County had forced the move, but 
publicist Marshall Fallwell denied the 
allegation in an earlier statement. 

"We were not forced from Williamson 
County," Fallwell claimed. "We could have 
fought and worked out the problems, but 
this new site was offered to us and we took 
it. The move cost us no more money and 
was no more than 15 miles from the original 
site. Also, the new site is a much better 
place than the original one." 

Nearly 100 fans were treated for heat ex- 
haustion and dehydration over the three 
days, but the festival doctors said the num- 
ber of cases handled were less than expec- 
ted. No drug -related problems or major in- 
juries were reported.

$300 million this year - and that's a very conservative estimate." It also mentioned how the 
film "Grease" cost $3 million to make and how Paramount Pictures is spending an equal 
amount to promote it. But since the film has already grossed between $15 and $20 million 
and the record has sold between two and three million copies, the seemingly big outlay has 
already been more than recouped. Leber and Krebs, Forbes states, will have grossed bet- 
ween $5 million and $10 million by next year just from "Beatlemania" and that management 
of superstar acts such as Aerosmith and Ted Nugent are bringing in about $10 million a 

year. The difference in management is 
more keenly exemplified in the case of Billy 
Joel, who took in $7,763 from his "Piano 
Man" album, according to Forbes. This 
despite the fact that the LP sold almost a 
million copies. Now that his wife Elizabeth is 
handling business affairs, Joel reportedly is 
getting more than $1 per record from 
royalties and that his next tour may gross $3 
million. The story noted Boston's success, 
going from a band who had to borrow 
money to make demo tapes into the most 
successful debut album ever, selling more 
than six million units. Although some 
figures used in the story are questionable 
as to their origins, for the most part, the arti- 
cle is a very positive and well documented 
look at the business of records.

serious treatments to the hundreds of at- 
tendees who suffered from heat exhaus- 
tion.

And only 29 arrests were 
reported during the two days, all on minor 
charges. 

"The whole thing came off clean as a 
whistle," said Dallas police captain R.P. 
Horn. Promoter Krebs reported that the 
Cotton Bowl officials were also pleased with 
the crowd control. 

"They were amazed at how well the Jam 
went," Krebs said. "We've already been in- 
vited back for next year. To my knowledge, 
this is the first time a rock festival was so 
successful that the facility invited them 
back. We have found a permanent home 
for the contemporary hard -rock industry's 
equivalent to the Cannes Film Festival." 

Financial Results 
In spite of the solid success of the Texxas 

Jam (which sold the most tickets ever for a 
Cotton Bowl event) and the merchafi'dising 
effort on the fairgrounds (the supermarket 
alone reportedly grossed more than $200,- 
000 on the first day), observers predicted 
that the festival promoters would lose 
money due to the disappointing turnout for 
the Willie Nelson Picnic. But the wide range 
of businesses connected with the event, in- 
cluding a two -LP CBS live recording of the 
Jam, a possible film project and a TV 
documentary on the making of the festival 
will probably bolster ticket sales revenues 
enough to put the promoters in the black. 

"The promoters made appreciable 
dollars from us and the other concessions," 
said Dell Furano, president of Winterland 
Productions, the festival's merchandising 
agent which ran the supermarket as well as 
handling the program, security shirts, 
backstage passes, promotion kits and ar- 
tist gifts. "They utilized all the adjacent 
facilities and made money from all of it." 

"When all is said and done," summarized 
Krebs, "the promoters will make money." 
But Krebs was more enthusiastic about 
plans already being made for next year's 
Texxas World Music Festival. 

Next Year 
"The bottom line on something like this is 

the kids," indicated Krebs. "If 200 kids 
came down from Amarillo and had a great 
time this year, 1,000 will come down next 
year. Where else can kids get 15 hours of 
rock 'n' roll for $12.50? 

"Next year we'll have a much larger battle 
of the bands segment than we had this year 
(Texas battle of the bands finals were held 
the night before the Texxas Jam with the 
winning group getting to open the Jam). 
The whole thing will be held Memorial Day 
weekend to avoid the heat we had this year. 
We'll have the battle of the bands final on 
Friday, rock shows Saturday and Sunday 
and a rock marathon on Monday. Willie's 
picnic will still be over the July 4th weekend, 
if Willie wants to do it." 

Nelson might not want to after the sur- 
prisingly small turnout for his picnic this 
year. Whether the heat and humidity and 
the front-page coverage it got in the local 
papers or other factors were responsible 
for the low attendance, it had to be a disap- 
pointment to the Outlaw musicians to draw 
less than half as well as the hard -rock 
bands. And this was in Dallas. 

"I think it was Willie's upcoming dates in 
Austin, the heart of his following, that really 
hurt us at the gate," noted promoter 
Messina. "But next year we'll get those 
things straightened out and the event will 
be a giant." 

Merchandising 
Perhaps the most innovative part of the 

festival was the extensive merchandising 
effort housed on the Texas State 

Fairgrounds adjacent to the Cotton Bowl. 
The promoters understood that an event of 
this nature would be greatly enhanced by a 
shopping center full of music -related 
goods as well as long strings of concession 
stands. The enhancement was two -fold: the 
hot, sweaty and cramped fans in the inten- 
sified heat and humidity of the inside of the 
Cotton Bowl got a sorely needed space to 
escape to during their least favorite acts, 
and the promoters got a big addition to 
their gross. 

"This was the first ever rock 'n' roll super- 
market collection of all known merchandise 
under one (air-conditioned ) roof," said 
Winterland's Furano. "Kids who didn't 
what we had were freaked out at the selec- 
tion. This was an event in terms of 
merchandising to commemorate the 
festival." 

Another innovation, the use of wrist- 
bands to allow passage in and out of the 
Cotton Bowl, was credited by many with 
maximizing the ticket -buyer's enjoyment. A 
small black market sprang up to sell the 
wristbands to gate crashers, but the 
promoters insisted their resulting loss was 
minimal and well worth the overall improve- 
ment of the festival as a result of the plan. 

"Letting the kids wander the fairgrounds, 
letting them in and out of the Cotton Bowl, is 
a major step forward for this kind of event," 
said Krebs. 

Festival Origins 
The original idea for a giant rock show in 

Texas came from Krebs, following his suc- 
cessful involvement with Cal Jam Il which 
drew about a quarter of a million rockers to 
Ontario Motor Speedway this spring. After 
ruling out a number of other venues, Krebs 
and Houston -based promoter Messina saw ' 

the Cotton Bowl/State Fairgrounds com- 
plex as the perfect site for a world music 
festival, and in only eight weeks they 
managed to put the extravaganza together. 
They used two Xs in Texxas because "one X 
is for Texas, and one Xis for everyone else," 
explained Krebs. 

When the festival ended July 3 with a 
rock marathon that was free to those who 
attended one of the earlier shows, Krebs 
and Messina had apparently accomplished 
what they set out to do. They have es- 
tablished the Texxas World Music Festival 
as an important music event while proving 
that the festival is financially viable. The last 
empty paper cups and other remnants of 
the festival had not even been cleaned up 
before David Krebs issued a warning. 

"With the experience and commitment 6f 
the people who were involved with this 
year's festival, there can be no doubt that 
this event is going to become one of the 
most important in the industry," said Krebs. 
"I'm warning everybody right now - over 
the next five years, watch out!"

Grover Washington Jr. has produced his 
own new LP, which will be released shortly 
on Motown. 

The Jazzmobile is rolling in New York 
again this summer. Dexter Gordon, Horace 
Sliver and Milt Jackson performed last 
week. 

The latest from Vanguard includes the 
first LP from guitarist Dad Ratzer, entitled 
"In Search Of The Ghost." The Supporting 
cast is impressive with Jeremy Steig, Eddie 
Gomez, Joe Chambers and Ray Mantilla in 
the band. Also from Vanguard comes Larry 
Coryell and The Eleventh House at Mon- 
treux (from the 1974 show). 

The ABC/Dedication series, which 
opened with a pair of John Coltrane two- 
fers, weighs in with another eight. Artists in- 
volved include: Albert Ayler, Sonny Criss - 
Kenny Dorham, McCoy Tyner, Cecil 
Taylor -Archie Shepp, Gil Evans -Gary 
McFarland, Shirley Scott (with Stanley 
Turrentine), Quincy Jones, Oliver Nelson 
and Hugh Masekela. There is a good deal 
of previously unissued material here (in- 

cluding a "Sister Sadie" by Gil Evans) and 
in the Criss-Dorham package, two ex- 
tremely rare albums are restored to general 
circulation. 

While this column is sometimes slow to 
recognize the progress of the younger jazz 
generation, we would be remiss if we didn't 
mention soon the fantastic breakthrough of 
Chuck Mangione. Now, though Chuck has 
had hits before (notably on Mercury with 
"The Land Of Make Believe"), he really put 
it all together with the "Feels So Good" 
album. Mangione is no Johnny -come -lately 
to this business. His earliest work (some of 
which is available on a Milestone reissue) 
shows a trumpet player who loved Dizzy 
Gillespie and the whole modern jazz tradi- 
tion. He paid plenty of dues in the '60s, 
when the Jazz Brothers (his first group, 
which also featured his brother, Gap) broke 
up and he had to scuffle for work. After 
seasoning with Art Blakey's Jazz 
Messengers, he returned to his native 
Rochester and really began to build an 
organization. Chuck has managed to pick 
up on the Duke Ellington dictum -if you 
have a fan, make him a friend. He has a 
mailing list in the thousands, and if you are 
a Chuck Mangione fan, you'll always know 
when he has a new LP or when he is coming 
to your town. 

Congratulations also to A&M for getting 
behind the album and the single and really 
bringing both of them home. bob porter

ALL ABOUT ESTHER PHILLIPS - Esther Phillips - Mercury

Esther Phillips sounds somewhat like Dinah Washington, but 
her singing clearly has its own identity on this LP as she belts out 
eight tunes in a spunky, confident style. Her cover of "Native 
New Yorker" is a stunning combination of excellent vocals and 
rich production with heavy doses of horns and strings. The 
other seven cuts are equally attractive. 

SUNNY SIDE UP - Wilbert Longmire - Columbia/Tappen 
Zee - Producers: Bob James & Jay Chattaway - List: 7.98 

Longmire is a talented guitarist, but he is almost 
overshadowed by the support musicians on this LP. Bob 
James, Eric Gale, David Sanborn, Harvey Mason and Richard 
Tee make the most noticeable contributions, but Cornell 
Dupree and Sue Evans also help make these five songs a 

delight. A largely upbeat, fast -paced package, this album is 

already receiving favorable airplay and should make a good- 
sized splash on the jazz charts soon. 

PHIL UPCHURCH - Marlin 2209 - Producers: John Tropea 
and George Benson - List: 7.98 

As co -producer George Benson puts it on the liner notes, 
"This album shows the versatility that (Upchurch) possesses 
which is one of his chief musical assets, along with his melodic 
and powerful sensitivity." And Benson should know since Up- 
church has been his guitarist for a long time. Side A, produced 
by Tropea, is reminiscent of "Breezin'," and the first track, 
"Strawberry Letter 23," could be an R&B crossover as well as a 

pick for jazz programmers. 

SCOTT HAMILTON, 2 
SCOTT HAMILTON 2 - Concord Jazz 61 - Producer: Carl 
Jefferson - List: 7.98 

Hamilton's tenor is featured with an L.A. rhythm section and 
guitarist Cal Collins. Hamilton plays mostly standards at 
medium and ballad tempos. Exceptions provide the bright mo- 
ments, with "Rough Ridin" and a hard -driving "I Want To Be 
Happy" the best things here. The leader is a rising star and there 
will be lots of interest in this one. 

LIVE IN HOLLYWOOD - Wardell Gray - Xanadu 146 - List: 
7.98 

This is live stuff from the long defunct Haig in LA., and War- 
dell has Art Farmer, Hampton Hawes and Shelly Manne to help 
carry the load. Seven lengthy tunes make up the material. All 
are at medium or up tempos and while the rhythm section 
sound is fine, the horns are occasionally dim. Still, this solid 
Gray LP has more than just historical interest. 

fAL FARLOW 78 - Concord Jazz 57 - Producer: Carl Jeffer- 
son - List: 7.98 

Guitarist Farlow records rarely, so any new work from him is a 

major event. Here he fronts bass and drums to excellent effect, 
playing seven standards and two originals. Farlow is still the 
fleetest guitar around, and the album should be a strong perfor- 
mer with guitar students and fans. 
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NEWPORT "18 
ount Basie & 

His Orchestra 

AVERY FISHER HALL, ROSELAND, NYC- 
Count Basie and His Orchestra are one 
organization for which a single concert is 
not enough at Newport. Thus the Sunday 
morning show at Avery Fisher and the 
traditional appearance at Roseland. 

Despite all the acoustic repairs at Avery 
Fisher, it is still not a good place to hear this 
band. Neither of their two sets was es- 
pecially convincing. The first was all in- 
strumental, with Waymon Reed on trumpet 
being the best soloist, but the youngster 
John Clayton on bass was an outstanding 
new addition to the band. Midway through 
Reed's extended solo on "Night In Tunisia," 
the tune's composer, Dizzy Gillespie, 
strolled onstage. After some good-natured 
banter, Gillespie guested with the band on 
a blues number, splitting his solo between 
trumpet and Jew's harp. Milt Jackson was 
up next and guested for two numbers, but 
Jackson was told not to bring his own vibes, 
and the set provided by the house proved to 
be inadequate. Part two of this show was for 
"the number one son," as Basie described 
him, Joe Williams. 

Williams is a great singer and a great en- 
tertainer, but he sang the same identical 
show with Basie that he presented last year 
at Carnegie. Well done, to be sure, but how 
many times does one need to hear the iden- 
tical tunes in the same order? 

For Count Basie, the Roseland gig was 
both warmer and hotter. The young Rhode 
Island band, Roomful of Blues, provided 
the opening sets and jumped very nicely in 
a '40s R&B groove. All three saxophonists 
sounded good, but the rhythm section was 
somewhat unsettled. Still, this is a band to 
watch, and it seems likely that opening for 
Count Basie would make any band a bit 
tight. 

Twenty-two years ago, Alan Freed fired 
the Basie band from his TV program, 
stating as the reason that "Basie was not a 
dance band." Freed, as it turned out, was 
right and wrong. For the rock 'n' roll idiom, 
Basie was all wrong, but for the generation 
that grew up on the traditional dance steps 
of the '30s and '40s, the band is very right, 
and a number of couples proved that to the 
delight of the band, the listeners and them- 
selves. 

Much of Basie's first set was similar to the 
Avery Fisher concert, but the band was 
looser and more relaxed here. Drummer 
Butch Miles has improved considerably 
and everything sounded good at Roseland. 
Eddie "Lockjaw" Davis opened the second 
set by strutting through three tunes with the 
band, including an outstanding "Speak 
Low," and the band really crackled behind 
him. The remainder of the show belonged 
to the band and they demonstrated as they 
have time and time again that there is no big 
band in their class. bob porter 

Dexter Gordon 
Betty Carter 
Max Roach 

AVERY FISHER HALL, NYC - The com 
bination of Betty Carter, Dexter Gordon and 
Max Roach made for an exceptionally 
strong program as the Newport Jazz 
Festival kicked off its 25th anniversary. The 
success of the bill could be attributed to the 
fact that the featured musicians all got their 
start during the be-bop era of the late '40s 

and early '50s. 
Gordon, who used to play tenor sax- 

ophone with the late Charlie Parker, 
received the short end of the program, jam- 
ming for just three tunes. He swung hard on 
a couple of numbers, but on a slow reading 
of "Easy Living" from Inner City's "Bouncin' 
with Dex," his feathery sound recalled the 
influence of mentor Coleman Hawkins. 

A graduate of the "cool school" of tenor 
players (purveyed by Lester Young), Gor- 
don also previewed a new composition 
called "Backstage" from his forthcoming 
Columbia LP. Backed by his now -steady 
combo - George Cables on piano, Rufus 
Reid on bass, and Eddie Gladden on drums - the glory of Gordon's rich, swooping 
sound compensated for his short set. 

Betty Carter and her trio, on the other 
hand, worked their way through 80 minutes 
of largely unfamiliar material. Better known 
as "Betty Be-bop" during the early stages of 
her career, Carter began and ended her set 
singing from the wings. Grimacing with the 
enunciation of each syllable she sang, Car- 
ter scatted ably, demonstrating why she is 
considered a leading jazz vocalist. Dressed 
in a black gown and white lace crochet 
jacket, she sang in wordless melodic 
stretches, using her accompanist to ex- 
cellent advantage. On the faster scat num- 
bers like "Everytime We Say Goodbye," the 
band flew with her in step; but on the slower 
tunes like "Let's Talk It Over," a spare bass 
line and barely audible snare was all that 
could be heard. 

Max Roach (who used to play drums 
behind Parker in the '40s) and his trio have 
been together for a couple of years now. 
The group features a fine trumpeter in Cecil 
Bridgewater, whose extended "Scott Free" 
opened their set. 

Bridgewater was complemented on the 
front line by saxophonist Billy Harper. With 
bassist Calvin Hill and the innovative drum- 
ming of Roach, the unit has established it- 
self as a group that can accurately move 
with the times. leo sacks 

Dizzy Gillespie 
AVERY FISHER HALL, NYC - Dizzy 
Gillespie proved to be one of the highlights 
of this year's Schlitz Salute to Jazz Latino. 
Announcing that Latin music had indeed 
been his first love, Gillespie led off with 
"Manteca," one of his early Latin -jazz 
pieces. As if to prove his point, Gillespie 
blew his famous 45 -degree horn strongly 
and warmly, coaxing a passionate sound 
from his classic song. 

Gillespie continued throughout the even- 
ing with warm long tones and brisk stac- 
catos, which turned his songs into exciting 
and bouncy celebrations. To underscore 
the festive atmosphere, Dizzy continually 
stopped to smile and gesture at the 
audience, to complete his musical com- 
munication visually. 

The entire set of this king of trumpet 
swung with a genuine Latin beat. In fact, the 
authenticity of Gillespie's Latin playing ser- 
ved to illustrate the fact that his music has 
not been limited to the realm of the be-bop 
tradition. And the concert also served to re- 
mind Gillespie fans that his humorous and 
warm personality plays no small part in his 
ability to transcend musical boundaries. 

Sharing the bill were more than 40 
players from the Matito (Frank Grillo) and 
Tito Puente orchestras; both bands have 
been well reputed in the Latin jazz tradi- 
tion since the '40s. Before Gillespie step- 
ped on stage, these two orchestras played 

some brisk Latin dance music. The leaders, 
Matito, and his student, Puente, were not 
only good conductors but also fabulous 
dancers to their own music. It is to be noted 
that, although the orchestras played ex- 
tremely loud, without help of amplifying 
equipment, they sounded euphonious. 

With Gillespie, the Jazz Latino of 1978 
was successfully a fiesta, and he proved it 
in his solo as the two orchestras of Matito 
and Puente played together "Newport Jazz 
Latino 1978," which Tito Puente had com- 
posed especially for this very special even- 
ing. ere haru 

LTonel Hampton 
CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - Lionel Hampton 
was truly on display in this concert, which 
celebrated his 50th anniversary as an en- 
tertainer. During the course of the evening 
he played a little piano, a bit more drums, 
sang a bit and, as customary, played the 
hell out of the vibes. 

The 17 -piece band assembled for the 
event featured a number of Hampton 
alumni, including Arnett Cobb, Joe New- 
man, Cat Anderson, Billy Mackel and Paul 
Moen. The latter pair are members of 
Hamp's current band, The Inner Circle. 
Everyone in the band, save lead alto man, 
Earle Warren, got something to play during 
the show, but generally the set starred the 
alumni plus pianist Ray Bryant. 

Cobb had his own vehicle ("The 
Nearness Of You") and was featured 
prominently on several other tunes. New- 
man played a long, beautifully conceived 
blues solo, and Cat Anderson, as always, 
sent stray dogs scurrying with his high note 
work. 

This concert was being recorded, so the 
band did not sound that good to the 
audience. Hamp kept hitting a mike when 
he played the upper register of the vibes, 
and one suspects that Hamp himself was a 
little nervous. But Hampton is irrepressible, 
and everything he played during the eve- 
ning had the touch of a master. 

Pianist Teddy Wilson and clarinetist Bob 
Wilbur came on stage to start the second 
half with some selections from the old 
Benny Goodman quartet book. Wilbur 
really played here, and Hamp's introduc- 
tion of him as the "finest clarinet player 
since Benny Goodman" was not far off. 
Wilson, too, seemed inspired. Chubby 
Jackson and the great Panama Francis 
would not let him lapse into the cocktailish 
style he has chosen for himself recently. 

BMI president Ed Kramer came on stage 
to present Hampton with a plaque for the 
"one millionth performance" of "Flyin' 
Home." No need to add what was played 
next but any "Flyin' Home" by Lionel 
Hampton is something to hear. This was 
rather tame in comparison to earlier ver- 
sions. There were no musicians marching 
through the audience and no tenor players 
lying on their backs, but it roused the 
audience as no other tune associated with 
any other bandleader can. 

The encore was a combination of 
"Hamp's Boogie Woogie" and "Hey-ba-ba- 
rebop" and there is no question that the 
packed house would have stayed until five 
in the morning if Hamp was still playing. 

The last time Hamp broke up Newport 
was in 1968, when the festival was still in 

Rhode Island, but after the latest triumph in 
New York it would not surprise anyone if 
Hamp broke up Newport in 1988, regar- 

dless of where the event was held.

Pee Wee Erwin 
WATERLOO VILLAGE, NJ - The annual 
picnic of the New Jersey Jazz Society, co 
sponsored with the Newport Festival 
presented the more traditional side of jazz 
The setting was a Colonial restoration 
village with a huge tent and massive lawn 
space. The patrons were vocal and 
enthusiastic, and the performers seemed 
to enjoy themselves. 

Still, the audience often applauded the 
Wong things. How else can one explain the 
overwhelming response to the obvious 
pandering of pianist Rio Clemente? 
Clemente plays in a style that combines 
something of Peter Nero with something of 
early Les McCann, but after hearing his 
very blatant "American Trilogy," one had to 
conclude that the rubes were out in forces. 

Clemente was the show's only low note. 
After an unscheduled opening by the 
Australian duo of pianist Ron Edgewater 
and singer Judy Durham (very fine and well 
received) the first two groups were ex- 
cellent. Scott Hamilton's working quartet 
was augmented by pianist Norman Sim- 
mons and singer Sue Melikian and both 
their sets were splendid. Hamilton was 
warm and mellow on "Robbins Nest," and 
the work of Simmons filled out the ensem- 
ble sound in excellent fashion. Guitarist 
Chris Flore, bassist Phil Flanagan and 
drummer Chuck Riggs are all among the 
best young jazzmen, and their work at 
Waterloo tended to reinforce their growing 
reputations. Singer Melikian had a bit more 
to perform than one may have wished, but 
she displayed good timing, a strong voice 
and the crowd enjoyed her. 

Jazz Accords is a most unusual group. 
The instrumentation and works they perfor- 
med at Waterloo were all in keeping with 
the best of Django Reinhardt and the Quin- 
tet of the Hot Club of France. Happily, the 
solos by violinist Charles Vizen and 
guitarist Mike Peters did not imitate the 
originals, but instead drew inspiration from 
Reinhardt and Stephane Grappelli for their 
own ideas. Carmen Mastren, Vince Gior- 
dano and Eddie Davis rounded out the 
band which has yet to record. A stimulating 
and unusual sound and one that should be 
heard on LP. 

Jimmy McPartland's band included Vic 
Dickenson on trombone and ex-wife 
Marion McPartland on piano. It was a solid, 
Chicago -oriented sound, and both McPar- 
tlands were well received. Pee Wee Erwin's 
band alternated, and trumpeter Erwin and 
fellow trumpeter Ed Polcer were best when 
they teamed up for a duet. 

The final sets of the evening presented a 
couple of the most durable players in jazz. 
There is nobody quite like Wild Bill Davison. 
The 72 -year -old cornetist has been active 
more than 50 years, still chews gum while 
playing, expresses disdain for 
microphones and still is at the peak of his 
awesome powers. Now a Davison set will 
likely feature tunes that he has been playing 
for years, but with Kenny Davern on clarinet 
and soprano, there was always something 
of interest in the solo department. Davison 
himself was in bristling form, and his play- 
ing, if not the subtlest, is surely the loudest 
in jazz. 

The attendance at Waterloo has always 
been good, and it seems certain that there 
will be more Newport events there next 
year. bob porter

NEW YORK - London Records is 
mounting a massive "Bravo Pavarotti" 
campaign this month. Designed to attract a 
pop crossover buyer and capitalizing on his 
frequent television appearances, the 
promotion is built around two new albums 
by the great modern tenor. A double album 
entitled "Bravo Pavarotti!" contains one or 
more arias from every opera Pavarotti has 
performed on an American stage. Another 
LP, "Hits From Lincoln Center is specifically 
designed to appeal to the millions of people 
who watched him perform his nationally 
televised recital from the Metropolitan 
Opera. Among the recorded selections 
from that show on this LP are seven arias 
which Pavarotti has never before recorded. 

In addition to these LPs, the campaign is 
promoting Pavarotti's entire London 
catalog, which includes six solo recital 
albums, two duet discs with Joan 
Sutherland, and a recording of "La 
Boheme" that also stars Mirella Freni. 

A footnote: "Luciano Pavarotti, Live 
From The Met At Lincoln Center," has been 
awarded an Emmy by the National 
Academy of Television Arts & Sciences. 

BARENBOIM INKS WITH POLYDOR - 
Danlel Barenboim and Polydor Inter- 
national have signed an exclusive long- 
term contract. The new agreement will take 
into account all of Barenboim's talents as 
conductor, pianist, chamber musician and 
lied accompaniest, roles in which he has 
been recording for DG during the past six 
years. 

Music in the French and German 
Romantic traditions forms the bulk of the 
repertoire now to be recorded by Baren- 
boim. In Chicago, having completed his 
Schumann symphony records, he will con- 
tinue his Bruckner series with the 
Orchestra. In addition to Debussy, he will 
concertrate mainly on the works of Beriios. 
As a pianist, Barenboim will record works 
by Debussy and Schumann. In the chamber 
music field, he will record works by Berg, 
Mozart, Schubert and Schumann, as well 
as violin and piano sonatas by Debussy and 
Ravel with Itzhak Perlman. Meanwhile, 
Barenboim will continue to accompany 
baritone Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau in 
lieder: They will be making complete 

recordings of Brahms' lieder and - 
allegedly for the first time on record -of all 
those written for male voice by Liszt. 

VARIOUS AND SUNDRY HONORS - 
Carlo Maria Giulini, who in October 
assumes the position of music director of 
the Los Angeles Philharmonic, has been 
accorded honorary membership in the 
Gesellschaft der Musikfrelunde - the 
Society of Friends of Music - in Vienna. 
The society, founded in 1813, has counted 
such musicians as Arturo Toscanini and 
Bruno Walter among its honorary mem- 
bers. The only other living honorary mem- 
bers are Herbert von Karajan and Karl 
Bohm .. . Six BMI-affiliated writers have 
been named to receive Guggenheim 
fellowships for musical composition. They 
include Charles Mingus, Elizabeth 
Swados, Steve Reich, Joseph Schwantner, 
Joseph Hudson and David Clan. On the 
ASCAP side, Elle Slegmeister has won 
both a Guggenheim fellowship and an 
award from the American Academy and In- 
stitute of Arts and Letters ... 

Six DG recordings have received 
Deutscher Schallplattenpreis awards in 
Germany: Mahler's Ninth Symphony with 
the Chicago Symphony under Giulini; 
Maurizio Pollinl's rendition of Beethoven's 
late piano sonatas; Beethoven's late string 
quartet with the LaSalle Quartet: Schubert 
songs with Gundula Janowitz accom- 
panied by Irwin Gage; Hans Werner 
Henze's "Tristan" with Honero Francesch 
and the Cologne Radio Symphony 
Orchestra; "Ave Regina" (motets by Gom- 
bert, Arcadelt, Willaert, Clemens non Papa 
and others) with Pro Cantlone Antigua and 
Bruno Turner... 

In a recent readers poll taken by Keynote 
Magazine, the publication of New York's 
WNCN-FM, many current performers take 
a back seat to memories of past vocal 
glories. The favorite operatic conductor, for 
example, is Arturo Toscanini, an easy win- 
ner over such contemporary maestros as 
Herbert von Karajan, Georg Solti and 
James Levine. Surprisingly enough, the 
most -liked tenor is Jussi Bjoerling, who not 
only out -polled Luciano Pavarotti, but was 
a clear winner over Enrico Caruso as well.

Ozawa conducts Mahler the way he conducts French Im- 
pressionist works, with the emphasis on musical atmospheres. 
This approach offers an interesting contrast to the more com- 
mon interpretation of the "Titan," which hinges on the 
symphony's theme of death and resurrection. Bringing out the 
delicacy and sparkling humor in Mahler's score, Ozawa con- 
structs a satisfying performance that leads logically into the 
Apollonian climax. 

CHAUSSON - Poeme De L'amour et De La Merl DUPARC: 
Songs With Orchestra - Janet Baker, mezzo-soprano: Lon-

LOS ANGELES - Prompted by the 
success of the "Car Wash" soundtrack, 
MCA Records entered into a distribution 
pact with Dr. Rock Productions in July 1977 
in an effort to expand the label's roster of 
black artists. Subsequently, when director 
Michael Schultz was coordinating the 
theme song for the MCA/Universal release, 
"Which Way Is Up," Stargard (Dr. Rock's 
first and only act) was waiting in the wings. 

With the assistance of producer Mark 
Davis, the result was the first gold album for 
Dr. Rock and the foundation for es- 
tablishing the company as well. 

'Necessary Ingredients' 
"It was a quirk of fate," explains Walter 

Ainsworth, president of Dr. Rock. "But the 
success of Stargard helped me to realize 
that, in term of being successful, good 
producers and writers as a team are the 
most necessary ingredients. The emphasis 
is on the product. 

"Equally as important," he continues, "is 
the confidence and belief that you have in a 

particular artist. It has to be genuine, not 
hype because hype catches up with you. Af- 
ter the cement dries, you know what you 
have. The product speaks for itself." 

Priorities 
Ainsworth indicates that his priorities lie 

in establishing all of his acts, making sure 
that each is capable of turning out good 
product on a continuous basis. 

Besides Stargard, Dr. Rock's roster of 
artists includes vocalist/writer/producer 
Jeff Perry, a self contained unit of 
musician/vocalists from Detroit (as yet un- 
named) and Brotherhood, who are also 
musician/vocalists. The latter group 
presently has a single release, "A Change 
Of Pace," with an album forthcoming. 

All of the ccts are signed to Ainsworth 
through the production company and all 
product is released on the MCA label. Un- 
der the agreement, he also has the flex- 
ibility of dealing with other record com- 

panies and other artists. Acts signed to Dr. 
Rock/MCA are licensed for recording and 
performances for a specified time period, 
(usually a number of years) after which 
rights revert back to Ainsworth. 

Rock And Pop 
"Eventually, I will be signing rock and 

pop acts that I feel I can perform my ser- 
vices for. Not just for the sake of saying that 
I have them, they'll have to have potential. 
My role at Dr. Rock is similar to a packager. 
I find the artist, writer and producer and put 
them all together. At this point I'm concen- 
trating on what I have but I've always got my 
eyes open." 

Ainsworth also serves as a business con- 
sultant to Whitfield Records and was for- 
merly vice president, general manager of 
the Warner Bros. distributed label. His 
association with label president Norman 
Whitfield, however, goes back to the days 
when he worked for Motown Records for 
three and a half years as director of finance. 
This association, he believes, enabled him 
to branch out on his own. 

Responsibilities 
Of his association with MCA, Ainsworth 

says, "I can't knock it. We complement 
each other because we have distinct lines 
of responsibilities. They don't get involved 
in determining who the acts will be; 
marketing, promotion and distribution is 
their responsibility. They have the 
resources and I can get the support of their 
people behind me because there is hardly 
any competition within." 

He continues, "It's hard to get someone 
excited about a group like Brotherhood 
when you've cot half a dozen other black 
acts getting gold records and a Fleetwood 
Mac selling 10 million." 

Cole Cops Platinum 
NEW YORK - "Thankful," Natalie Cole's 
latest Capitol Records LP, has been cer- 
tified platinum by the RIAA. 

THE RHYTHM SECTION 
TALENTED TEENS INTERNATIONAL, the contest which gives young women (ages 13 

to 16) an opportunity to have their performing talents recognized, will be held for the eighth 
consecutive year, July 28-29 at the Coconut Grove in Los Angeles. Under the direction of 
Hal Jackson, vice president and program director of WBLS-FM, New York, regional 
elminations are being held to select the thirty quarter finalists who will be flown to L.A. for a 

reception hosted by RCA Records and Universal Pictures. They'll also see the production 
of "Pal Joey" starring Lena Home. Contestants will perform before a panel of judges 
including Rob Cohen and Gwen Gordy of Motown Records, writer Hal Kantor and actor 
Fred Berry. The winner will receive a trophy, a "self -achievement" scholarship, merchan- 
dise prizes and cultural exchange trips to the West Indies and other exotic locales in addi- 
tion to taping an appearance on "Soul Train."

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Supreme Court Upholds FCC

to continued regulatory interference in the 
future, "Given the Supreme Court's 
authorization to censor, NAB fears that the 
FCC will not stop with the 'seven dirty 
words.' It is anyone's guess where it will 
stop," he said. 

The NAB was joined in opposing the FCC 
before the high court by a range on in- 
terested parties from the three TV 
networks, and the Motion Picture Associa- 
tion of America to activist groups like 
Citizens Communications Center and the 
National Citizens Committee for Broad- 
casting. Even the Justice Department, in a 
reversal of its earlier stance, filed in opposi- 
tion to the FCC's attempt to increase its 
authority. 

Pacifica Reaction 
Following the decision, the Pacifica 

Foundation issued a statement which 
asserted that "the decision of the U.S. 
Supreme Court to allow the FCC to censor 
broadcasting is an intolerable act on the 
First Amendment." 

Pacifica also voiced its criticism of the 
narrow definition set forth by the Supreme 
Court. "The decision itself sets no 
guidelines for broadcasters. Rather, it en- 
courages self -censorship with the threat of 
license revocation after the fact. This can 
only restrict the rights of the American peo- 
ple to full access to information and culture. 
It is a classic chilling of the First Amend- 
ment activity." 

FCC's Original View 
Back in October 1973, when WBAI 

broadcast the Carlin routine at about 2 

p.m., a man and his young son heard it on a 
car radio. The father complained to the 
FCC, the commission investigated and, in 
February 1975, issued a warning to Pacifica 
that it "could have been the subject of ad- 
ministrative sanctions," and that its order 
would go into the file (presumably for 
review upon license renewal). 

When Pacifica appealed this censuring 
to U.S. Appeals Court, the FCC charac- 
terized the monologue as "patently offen- 

sive" though not necessarily obscene. 
Later, the FCC argued that it intended only 
to channel the type of language involved to 
times of day "when children most likely 
would not be exposed to it." 

At this point, the Justice Department 
noted that the number of children in the 
national radio audience does not drop 
below 1 million until 1 a.m. "It seems to us 
impossible to read the Commission's order 
in any way except as an absolute ban, for 
most broadcasting hours, on the utterance 
of any of the specified words, regardless of 
context," the Justice Dept. argued. 
Therefore, it found the FCC's order incon- 
sistent with the First Amendment. 

The U.S. Court of Appeals, in a divided 
opinion, reversed the FCC, saying it was 
violating the prohibition in the communica- 
tions act on censorship. At that time, the 
FCC decided - over the objections of its 
general counsel - to appeal the case to the 
Supreme Court. 

Dissenting Opinions 
Four justices dissented from the majority 

opinion, Justice Potter Stewart, joined by 
Justices William J. Brennan, Jr., Byron R. 

White and Thurgood Marshall, said he 
would have affirmed the appeals court rul- 
ing because Congress intended by using 
the word "indecent" to bar only con- 
stitutionally unprotected obscenity - that 
which makes erotic appeals to the prurient 
interest. 

Mr. Brennan, joined by Mr. Marshall, 
denounced the "patent" misapplication of 
"fundamental First Amendment principles" 
in the majority's opinion. They dissented 
from the majority's "misguided attempt to 
impose its notion of propriety on the whole 
of the American people." 

Mr. Brennan said the opinion written by 
Mr. Stevens reveals "a depressing inability 
to appreciate that in our land of cultural 
pluralism, there are many who think, act 
and talk differently from the members of 
this court, and who do not have their fragile 
sensibilities." 

Recording Studios Diversity

The former Manhattan Baptist Church 
(the studio was converted into four 24 -track 
recording facilities between 1968 and 
1969), Media Sound diversified its interests 
at the suggestion of recording executives 
whose artists worked there. Joel Rosen - 
man, the studio's president, said that 
"because we saw so much talent every day, 
creating Expo became a natural extension 
of the studio's daily operations. The com- 
pany has proved especially enticing to our 
engineers because it gives them the chance 
to expand themselves as producers." 

Need To Buld 
Terry Woodford, president of Wishbone 

Inc., started his firm as a production com- 
pany based In Muscle Shoals several years 
ago, but soon found the need to build 
Wishbone Recording Studios, given the 
dramatic growth of the company. Initially, 
Woodford (along with his partner, producer 
Clayton Ivy), set out to create a company 
that "would fill the gaps that the distributors 
of our records could not." 

Today, he feels that "because we're com- 
peting with record labels that sign artists 
directly, we're forced to come up with a 
greater number of percentage points to 
show the artist that we're willing to do a little 
more. For instance, we have lists of every 
store in the country that report to the 
trades, and when one of our artists appears 
in a certain city, we make sure that his 
records will be properly stocked. We're out 
to make our artists top priority whenever 
they're signed." 

Masters recorded by approximately 30% 
of Wishbone's artists are leased to other 
labels (Hot to Big Tree and Mac McAnally to 
Ariola, for example). Additionally, 
Wishbone recently produced Hank 
Williams, Jr., John Prine, and Brenda Lee. 

'Family Operation' 
"It's only because we're a family opera- 

tion that we run so well," said Con Merten, 
studio manager and director of creative 
services for Cherokee Recording Studios in 
Los Angeles. The studio, where Steely Dan 
recorded their "Pretzel Logic" LP, not only 
serves as the home of Robb Productions, 
but also houses Cherokee Rentals, Con 
Merten Management, and the newly - 
formed Startech Inc. 

Startech (whose principals include 
Cherokee Inc., former astronaut David 
Scott, Dr. Albert Preuss, a former NASA 
astropysicist, ex -Beatle Ringo Starr, and 
businessman Alan Pariser) will be 
dedicated to the development of new studio 
technology, according to Merten. 

Breakthroughs 
"We got into this project because we felt 

that there haven't been enough break- 
throughs at the studio level in recent years," 
he said. "We formed the company to look 
into ways of storing information on 
something other than magnetic tape, 
because we think its one of the weakest 
links in the recording chain. To that extent, 
we're hoping to apply some of the prin- 
ciples of aerospace technology to the 
recording industry."

bullet after four weeks. John Paul Young's

Appeals Court Upholds 
Piracy Convictions 
SALT LAKE CITY, UTAH - The U.S. Court 
of Appeals for the Tenth Circuit here has 
upheld the conviction of three men on 18 
counts of criminal copyright infringement 
and one count of conspiracy. 

Working under the name of CISUM Co., 
the defendants, Randolph Sherman, Milton 
Sherman, and Anthony Cerase, were con- 
victed in September, 1976, following a raid 
by FBI agents on the defendants' plant, al 
which some 15 tons of tape duplicating 
equipment and tapes valued at $230,00C 
were seized. In upholding their convictions. 
the Court rejected the defendants' argu- 
ments that the search warrant and the 
judge's instructions to the jury were defec- 
tive.

AMOA Hits C'right Tribunal's 
Proposed Location Access 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - The nation's 
jukebox operators view the access require- 
ments of the new copyright law as "ex- 
cessive and unfair," Garland B. Garrett, Sr., 
chairman of AMOA's government relations 
committee, told a special hearing of the 
Copyright Tribunal June 21 here. 

In addition to Garrett, AMOA was 
represented at the hearing by association 
legal counsel Nicholas Allen, Don Van 
Bracket, Wayne Hesch and James Bailey. 
Also present were representatives of the 
major performing arts societies (ASCAP, 
BMI, SESAC) and attorney Michael O. 
Wise, representing American jukebox 
makers Rock -Ola, Rowe and Seeburg. 

In a prepared statement, Garland Garrett 
told tribunal members, "Speaking to you 
bluntly, but candidly, for myself personally, 
as well as for the thousand or so members 
of our national association, I must say your 
proposed regulation appears to us to be 
unfair. The regulation is unnecessarily ex- 
cessive and in our view is not a legally valid 
implementation of the law as written and as 
intended by Congress." 

The three "excesses" of the regulations, 
according to Garrett, are: 1) the require- 
ment for an initial filing with the Tribunal by 

every jukebox operator of a list of all of his 
juke box locations; 2) the requirement that 
every operator file supplements to the list 
for every gain or loss of a location and for 
every movement of a jukebox into or out of 
a location that affects the number of boxes 
at that location; and 3) the requirement that 
operators must permit unrestricted access 
by an outsider to the interior of any of his 
jukeboxes merely upon being given seven 
days advance notice of a demand for that 
access. 

Judicial Protection 
"I cannot emphasize too strongly how 

objectionable these proposed require- 
ments are to us," Garrett continued. "To a 
man, every operator I have talked to says he 
cannot live with these requirements. Some 
of them are prepared to go to court, if 
necessary, to get judicial protection." 

To comply with each of the three require- 
ments would involve extra paperwork and 
record keeping, and necessitate additional 
work time on the part of operators or their

Turning to the filing of supplemental 
lists, he explained that this, too, would be 
burdensome for the operator in as much as 
the "movement of machines from location 
to location is a normal part of the jukebox 
business" since machines must be 
removed for repair purposes, for seasonal 
changes, especially in resort areas, and for 
replacement when newer equipment is in- 
stalled and older machines moved down 
the line among locations.

Stern Inc.'s New 
`Memory Lane' Pin 
Never Forgets 
CHICAGO - Stern Electronics, Inc. has 
combined a look of the past with the 
sophisticated solid state technology of the 
present in its latest four -player pinball 
machine, "Memory Lane." The name of the 
game has a special significance, as ex- 
plained by the company's marketing direc- 
tor Stephen Kaufman, since it relates to the 
"striking" memory feature of the model, as 
well as the play theme, bowling. The 
memory aspect, according to Kaufman, is 

"a carry over feature from ball to ball which 
enables the player to achieve a high bonus 
value by either knocking all ten pins out or 
hitting the drop targets when lit." 

Other player options include a two-time 
bonus, achieved when the ball is in the left 
top eject hole; triple bonus when the ball is 

in the center eject hole after two-time 
bonus is scored; and "specials" for three or 
more strikes. The skillfull player has the ad- 
ded option of getting as many as seven 
strikes plus triple bonus which rates a score 
of as high as 210,000 points. 

The physical makeup of the machine is

Martin thanked the staff at the University of Sound Arts, Atari and 
the dedicated crew of supporters who kept her fed and in control of most of her senses 
throughout the grueling ordeal. "It was really gratifying to experience that much love from 
people during the week," she concluded.

"We estimate 50 percent to 60 percent of 
all machines are moved from one location 
to another at least once each year," Garrett 
said. "Under the proposed regulation 
which requires the filing of new location 
reports whenever locations are gained or 
lost, and whenever the number of jukeboxs 
at any location is changed, we estimate that 
10 percent to 20 percent of all jukebox loca- 
tions will be involved in reportable changes 
every year. In addition, operators who 
relocate their jukeboxes, as I do, to resort 
areas for some portions of the year, or who 
otherwise move their machines for 
seasonal changes will have many more 
location -changes to report." 

Garrett stressed further that location 
listing is of no practical value "for the sam- 
pling of music popularity or the equitable 
distribution of royalties" and noted that BMI 
was in agreement that "popularity charts in 
the trade magazines for this industry 
provide the most useful and reliable infor- 
mation in this regard." His final comment 
on this aspect of the regulations 
emphasized the right of operators to 
"guard the confidentiality of their jukebox 
locations just as many businesses guard 
their customer lists." 

Of the requirement that operators allow 
outside parties access to the interiors of 
jukeboxes, Garrett contends that this re- 
quirement would serve no useful purpose 
since "title strips which are plainly visible to 
the public tell what recordings are in the 
jukeboxes ... no mechanism inside the 
jukebox will give any better information. A 
popularity counter in the jukebox, even 
when operating properly, will not provide 
accurate or detailed information as to the 
plays of individual songs; it does not 
provide a cumulative count of individual 
record plays; it does not discriminate bet- 
ween the recordings on the two sides of the 
records; it will indicate at most only relative 
numbers of plays for the time -period bet- 
ween the routeman's visits to the machine, 
usually every two weeks. The counting 
device is useful to the routeman and to the 
operator in indicating to them the types of 
music that are most popular ... and least 
popular at a particular location." 

He explained that "jukeboxes are com- 
plex electronic and mechanical systems 
that only trained routemen can have access 
to and maintain. Inside the jukebox there 
also is the valuable coinbox which is en- 
trusted only to the routeman who often is s 

bonded employee." 

Williams' New `World Cup' Heralds 
Breakthrough In Pinball Technology

upon the specific locations. 
Hoddy Franz, president of H.A. Franz & 

Co., the Williams distributor in Houston, 
Texas, singled out the machine's physical 
appearance as a contributor to its pop- 
ularity in his market, adding that "the 
dynamic sound and the excellent ball ac- 
tion certainly enhance its appeal." Most im- 
portant, as Franz noted, is the high earning 
power of World Cup, "as proven by the 
returns in the cash box." 

World Cup is the result of nine months of 
intensive planning by Williams, with one 
month of effort concentrated on the 
software alone to develop the game's in- 
tricate sound system. Although many 
Williams technicians and designers con- 
tributed to this breakthrough in pinball 
technology, Crouse said it is largely the ac- 
complishment of three men. Electronic 
engineers Paul Miller and Ken Fedesna 
were responsible for the hardware of the 
sounds system and Randall R. Pfeiffer, 
systems analyst, handled the programm- 
ing. 

How It Works 
Calling it a "way of producing sounds 

that had never been done before," Pfeiffer 
explained that in addition to the 
microprocessor that controls the 
mechanism of the game, a second in- 
dependent microprocessor converts digital 
outputs to sound waves. 

"Notes with chime -like qualities are the 
hardest to duplicate," Pfeiffer said. "We 
started out with at least 100 variations 
before we found eight that were pleasing to 
the ear. By the same process, many dif- 
ferent combinations of squirts, burps and 
gurgles were tried before we settled on the 
eight futuristic sounds we finally used." 

In addition, to World Cup's playfield 
sounds, there are the strains of the "William 
Tell Overture" announcing the start of each 
game, "Good Night Ladies" as the closing 
and Tschaikovsky's "1812 Overture" which 
heralds high score to date. 

Additional Features 
Among the other features of the game 

are the jet bumpers which create a faster 
action playfield, and a "super" memory 
bank, as Ron Crouse further pointed out. 
"Not only are each player's scores and 

goals from ball to ball recalled, but evei 
when the game is completed, each player' 
score, goals and playfield are displayed ii 

sequence, as well as the machine's higher 
score. This is continued until the next gam 
is played." 

'Best Game' 
"World Cup seems to be the best soli 

state game we've had thus far," said Nat 
Victor of S.L. London Music, William: 
Milwaukee -based distributor. "It is surel 
the best game Williams has ever produce 
but I'm going beyond that and ranking 
number one over any of today's solid star 
machines." Victor also stressed the far 
that the machine was on the market whe 
the World Cup Competition in Soul 
America was in progress and this attracte 
additional attention to it. "As proven in of 
market," he added, "World Cup has mat 
appeal in various different types of loci 
tions. Our reports indicate that it is outeari 
ing other pinball machines by a goc 
margin."

benefit from signing recording and 
publishing contracts with firms within one 
corporate family? Would managers prefer 
to have the leverage of two completely un- 
related contracts? Do beginning artists 
have any choice? And where must the line 
be drawn to avoid "tying arrangements" in 

violation of the Sherman Anti -Trust Act? 
These questions and more were explored 
by the executives surveyed. 

Ed Silvers, president of Warner Brothers 
Music, maintained that no label gets special 
treatment. Most of his business comes 
from outside WEA, and even though War- 
ner Communications Inc. is the over-all 
profit center, "We have no obligation to our 
own labels," he said. "We cooperate on 
their projects, but no more so than we 
cooperate with the others." Silvers is not in- 
formed of new artist signings by WEA com- 
panies and gets no advance notice of up- 
coming songs, he observed. "It's a hands- 
off policy ... Of course there are problems, 
but the pluses outweigh the minuses." 

April-Blackwood's Rick Smith, in con- 
trast, spoke of the "total company commit- 
ment" which CBS brings to bear when an 

act is signed to both the publishing and 
recording branches. The deals are made 
separately, "but I'm interested if the label is 

interested," Smith said. "We're careful not 
to make things conditional, there are no ul- 
timatums, but when an act is first starting, 
it's to their benefit" to sign with both. 

Billy Joel, for instance, had been 
recording with Columbia for some time 
before April -Blackwood got his publishing 
contract. "We're pushing hard on the print 
front (folios, books and sheet music) and 
are tightly wired in," Smith stated. 

With an unknown artist, the combination 
can be very helpful, Smith pointed out, Epic 
signed Russ Ballard, for example, and aler- 
ted April -Blackwood. "Now we're both on 
the case and will fill out his songwriting 
career," according to Smith. This joint ef- 
fort is most effective with new acts, he said, 
"when two entities work in tandem knowing 
both benefit whenever one is successful." 

The logistical advantages are apparent: 
Smith explained that he talks to the label, 
gets a head -start with sheet music and 
coordinates the album art with print 
products. But the financial advantages are 
the key: CBS is "more inclined to advance 
additional money" for artists signed to CBS 
operations on both ends. "The upside 
potential is better for us," said Smith, "since 
there is more opportunity to recoup the in- 
vestment." The money advanced by the 
label may go toward costuming, touring, 
buying instruments and generally getting 
the group going. 

'Creative Judgment' 
In picking upcoming artist -songwriters, 

Smith said he makes a creative judgment in 

two ways. One is "simply betting that our 
A&R people are right. Eight out of 10 don't 
happen, but that's showbiz," he notes. (In 
the case of groups like Pink Floyd, the 
music is "not identifiable" or uncoverable, 
so April -Blackwood will only profit from 
mechanical royalties and minimally on per- 
forming royalties. In those cases, "we're 
betting on the LPs doing well," Smith ex- 
plains.) 

The other way Smith decides to sign an 

act comes when they write "very coverable" 
songs. Then the parent company stands to 
benefit from both mechanicals and 
publishing. . 

t. 

The amount made on performances can- 
not be compared to that made on record 
sales. "Modest success for a label would be 
a tremendous windfall for the publisher," 
Smith said. One major coverable artist per 
year (on the par of James Taylor, Paul 
Simon, Carole King) is the most a 

publishing company can hope for, in 
Smith's view. 

Jay Lowy of Jobete Music (Motown's 
publishing arm) listed four advantages to 

contracts with a label and co -owned 
publisher: the publisher's ability to secure 
cover records, the help of a capable 
promotion staff; the careful administration 
of copyright; and the ability to make effec- 
tive foreign deals. 

While over half of Jobete's business is 

outside Motown, Lowy agreed that "the 
odds are better the company will work on 
an artist harder" if the record and 
publishing firms are related. "As soon as 
we get an inkling an LP is to be on a chart, 
we get the companion folio ready," he said. 

However, Lowy made the same qualifica- 
tion that Smith did about their end of the in- 
dustry: "Records is a business of dollars, 
publishing a business of pennies," Lowy 
noted. And just because an LP sells doesn't 
mean the sheet music will. (The current 
record -breaker, "You Light Up My Live," 
has sold over one million copies.) 

A&R Exec's Views 
For the most part, A&R men leave the 

dual -contract question to the managers 
and publishers. They say they're after good 
recording deals - simply great records no 
matter what the cover potential - and after 
that they don't follow the negotiations 
closely. 

"Publishing should be Important to us, 
but we get so involved with making a record 
we let the managers handle it. Larry 
Schnur, an Epic A&R executive, said, 
"More and more, writers are performing 
their own material. Carole Bayer Sager, 
Marvin Hamlisch, Steven Bishop ... That's 
how you do your A&R now," according to 
Schnur. 

In many cases, when Schnur is exploring 
new groups with original material, he has 
Epic's business affairs staff inquire about 
publishing and play a demo tape for Rick 
Smith. In the case of Russ Ballard, "the tim- 
ing worked out," Schnur said. ("Treat Her 
Right" is Ballard's single; the LP is due 
presently.) 

Bob Colomby, who does A&R for 
Portrait -Epic, prefers to remain free of the 
publishing decisions. "It's underhanded for 
the A&R man to have a hand in publishing," 
Colomby said. He believes it is to the ad- 
vantage of all concerned for the artist to 
sign with both co -owned companies if the 
song will thereby be promoted better. "The 
record company would be more interested 
in the artist if the song is making money for 
the related publishing company," he said. 
And unfortunately, the artist is often 
"ripped -off when the songs aren't pushed, 
just the records are," in Colomby's opinion. 

Managers: 'Do it Yourself' 
Personal managers uniformly said that 

they'd rather do their own direct licensing of 
publishing rights, but they concede that a 

record company advance can be crucial to 
a beginning act. 

"We don't like to give the publishing to 
the record companies, particularly where 
there's no cover material," said Peter 
Matorin, attorney with Beldock, Levine and 
Hoffman, New York, representing a variety 
of artists. "They demand 50 percent of the 
copyright and that's giving them a gift," 
Matorin stated. The trend, he said, is to "do 
it yourself." For the artist just starting out, 
bigger record company advances are likely 
to be forthcoming if he allies with a related 
publishing company. "But it's useless once 
the artist is established and selling 
records," Matorin said. 

Linda West, assistant to manager Bill 
Aucoin, said the firm makes publishing 
deals itself, "But it's all very flexible, 
depending on the caliber of artist." In the 
beginning, the artist has no negotiating 
leverage and the manager has to give up 
more, West agreed. There are, of course, 
more artists who need the labels than vice 
versa, she pointed out. 

Anti -Trust Possibility? 
An article by Martin Schoenfeld in the 

June 21 issue of the New York Law Journal 
cited the Eagles case concerning the 

group's exclusive recording and 
songwriting agreements. 

"Managers are cognizant of the fact that 
most major record companies have 
publishing arms and that as a partial return 
for their investment in a new artist they may 
require that the artist's songs become part 
of their own publishing catalog," Schoen- 
feld wrote. "Therefore, a manager will often 
tie in an exclusive songwriter's agreement 
with the recording contract" providing 
royalty payments to the artist while granting 
publishing rights to the manager or his af- 
filiates. 

A recent lawsuit, Frey vs. Warner 
Brothers Music Co. Inc., sought to establish 
the validity of such a tying arrangement. 
The action was eventually settled before 
trial, so the issue remains unresolved. 

Briefly, Schoenfeld's article explains the 
facts of the case as follows: In September 
1971, at the request of their manager; Iry 
Azoff, the Eagles entered into an exclusive 
recording agreement with Asylum Records 
and an exclusive songwriter's contract with 
Companion Music at the same time. (Azoff 
was principal in both companies.) 

Subsequently, the songwriter's contract 
was assigned to Warner Brothers Music, 
while its parent, WCI, acquired Asylum 
Records. The plaintiffs argued that the 
group would not have been allowed to enter 
the recording agreement without the 
songwriter's agreement. They claimed this 
constituted a tying arrangement that would 
limit competition in the music publishing in- 
dustry in violation of the Sherman AntiTrust 
Act. 

"Although proving their claims would not 
have been easy, it was not necessarily im- 
possible," Schoenfeld notes. He concludes 
that "... the Eagles action may be the 
precursor of future cases where the facts 
are only slightly different." 

Factors Inc. Expands: 
Forms Talent Division 
NEW YORK - Factors, Inc. a merchandis- 
ing company for posters, heat transfers and 
similar specialty Items, will form an enter- 
tainment division for the promotion and 
marketing of new talent. Under the direc- 
tion of H. Lee Geissler, executive vice presi- 
dent, the firm has signed Crystal Haze, a ten 
man rock group.
