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EDITORIAL
CBS Goals: A Year Later

A year ago in London, Walter Yetnikoff, president
of the CBS Records Group, projected a $1 billion
year by 1980. Recently at the label's convention in
Los Angeles, Yetnikoff reported that the billion
dollar figure was much closer than originally plan-
ned. in fact, he said, CBS Records expects to reach
the unprecidented sales plateau this year, with the
addition of revenues from Columbia House.

Often criticized for being overly concerned with
growth, CBS Records, infact, is quite infatuated with
the idea of massive growth. But, what record com-
pany is not? Because of its size and scope, CBS is
the recipient of critical remarks regarding growth.
But, during the course of the convention, the label
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proved it is also very artist-oriented. Its success in
keeping artists on its labels is well-known, and their
commitment to boosting careers was continually
stressed throughout the week.

There is a persistant pride wit1in the wcbs
organization that is not easy to mainiain in a com-
pany of such dimensions. But, success breeds
pride. At times, while the executives pointed
references to their competition is unnecessary, their
attitude of “we're the best” must be admitted.

As CBS Records continues to grow and change, it
will be interesting to note what predictions Yetnikoff
will come up with in 1979 — and how accurate those
will be.

Yetnikoff Forecasts $1 Billion Year In 1978,
Further Growth At CBS Records Convention

NARM Considers
Suit Against SBA
On Loan Denial

NEW YORK — NARM counsel Charles Rut-
tenberg said last week that his office would
consider taking legal action against the
Small Business Administration (SBA),
which reportedly denied a loan to an in-
dependent one-shop record and tape dis-
tributor. The SBA action was motivated by a
ruling that prohibits loans to businesses in-
volved in the “distribution of ideas values,
thoughts, opinions or similar intellectual
property.”

According to Ruttenberg (who declined
to discuss the specifics of the case because
the application for the loan was still
pending), the dealer had sought financial
assistance from the SBA through the
Manufacturers Hanover Trust Company.
Rutterberg said that when the loan was
refused in January of this year, he contac-
ted the SBA and raised NARM's objection
to the application of the regulation to record
merchandisers.

“I've been telling the SBA for four months
now that distributors have nothing to do
with the creation of sound recordings but
are merely distributing the product to the
retailer,” Ruttenberg said. “The distributor
has nothing to do with the content of the
record. He's just there to sell the product.”

Specialized Distribution

Eric Weinmann, the SBA's deputy
general counsel, said that as a rule, "If all
distributor merchandises a special kind of
prerecorded music that represents a par-
ticular viewpoint — religious music, for in-
stance, or even feminist marching songs —
there might be a problem giving him
assistance.”

The dealer whose loan was refused, ac-
cording to Ruttenberg, was not a
specialized distributor.

Cites Ruling

Ruttenberg cited a recent ruling that
granted SBA loans to applicants “for the
construction and expansion of radio, televi-
sion, and cable television operations.” He
said that he felt there was enough prece-
dentin this action to lift the loan ban against
record merchandisers.

He also said that several small business
investment corporations in the motion pic-
ture business were recently granted
assistance by the SBA, which contributes
three public tax dollars for every dollar in-
vested by the company. “lt seems to me
that video and radio carry as much opinion-
molding influence as a sound recording,”
he said.

LOS ANGELES — Walter Yetnikoff, CBS
Records Group president, said in his
keynote address at the CBS Records 1978
Convention, that the company will achieve
a $1 billion year even sooner than his
prediction of 1980.

“If we were to add Columbia House's
mail order record sales to the projected
1978 revenues of the CBS Records Group,”
Yetnikoff said, “then it looks asif CBS Inc. is
going to hit $1 billion in record sales not in
1980, and not even in 1979, but this year.”

Yetnikoff presented his remarks on the
second day of the week-long convention
which drew 1,400 people, including
representatives from CBS Records
branches throughout the country as well as
from CBS Records Internztional offices in
14 foreign countries.

The company entered the convention
with its best six-month sales record ever as
well as 31 gold and 13 platinum record cer-
tifications, an all-time high for this time in
the year.

New Signings

In addition to the presentation of 74 new
CBS albums and live performances by 20
CBS recording artists, the convention was
highlighted by the announcement of recent
signings of several major artists, including
David Crosby & Graham Nash, Marilyn
McCoo and Billy Davis Jr., Barry White,
Johnny Rodriguez and Gladys Knight.

Bruce Lundvall, CBS Records Division
president, chose one of the evening ses-
sions at the convention to make the an-

nouncement of three new vice presidents:
Al Demarino, vice president of artist
development for Epic/Portrait/Associated
Labels; Ron Oberman, vice president of
merchandising, west coast for Columbia;
and Al Bergamo, vice president of
marketing, west coast for E/P/A.

Other major speeches, in addition to
those by Yetnikoff and Lundvall, were given
by John Backe, president of CBS Inc. and
Dick Asher, president of CBS Records In-
ternational. The international division
played an important role at the six-day con-
vention, as did marketing, which was ex-

UA, Mogull & Rubinstein Hit
In $300 Million Jet, ELO Suit

LOS ANGELES — Jet Records and mem-
bers of Electric Light Orchestra have sued
United Artists Music and Record Group
Inc., and its owners for more than $300
million in actual and punitive damages on a
variety of charges.

Filed July 26 in Los Angeles Superior
Court, the suit names as defendants
“United Artists Music and Record Group,
Inc., UA Corp., Transamerica Corp., Artie
Mogull, Jerry Rubinstein, and Does, 1-50."

Mogull, Rubinstein and UA Records are
charged with holding back more than 580, -
000copies of ELO’s “Out of the Blue” album
which were purchased from UA in Jet

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Records’ move to CBS for distribution three
months ago.

The suit further alleges that they planned
to “dump’ the ELO albums in their posses-
sion on the market for half the going price.
Mogull and Rubinstein were out of the
country and could not be reached for com-
ment.

After Mogull and Rubinstein purchased
the stock of UA Records from its parent UA
Corp. and Transamerica Corp. earlier this
year, “UA (Corp.) contracted to sell, and did
sell, to Jet all of the (ELO) inventory of long-
playing phonograph records, cassettes
and tapes manufactured by (the record
division) from certain master recordings,”
according to the suit.

Sell At Half Price

In the transference of the albums from
UA to Jet, however, Moguil and Rubinstein,
as directors of UA Records, are said tohave
“removed from the inventory and conver-
ted to their own use in excess of 580,000
albums of ‘Out of the Blue',” and allegedly
planned to sell the albums to distributors
for $3 each. Jet Records charged CBS $6
for the two-record album.

If the defendants were to sell the albums
to distributors for half the regular price, it
would cause Jetand ELO aloss of sales and
profits on the albums sold at the regular
price through normal marketing channels,
the suit states.

The plaintiffs seek to recover the albums
allegedly held by the defendants and
restrain and enjoin them from selling any
copies for less than $6, claiming such sale
would “‘severely impact” both Jet's sales
and profits from the album and ELO's
royalty income derived from the sales of
“Out of the Blue.”

Eight causes of action in the suit include
conversion (transferring albums fromUA to
Jet to CBS), specific recovery of property,

Sales Doubled

Yetnikoff, in his fourth year as head of
CBS Records Group, said, “The projec-
tions for 1978 show that as a group we have
doubled — doubled in sales over the last
four years, and we didn't start off from atiny
base to begin with. Much more drama-
tically, those same numbers show a 2V
times growth in the record group's profits.”

He also noted some of the problems the

KUPD To Fight

In the Phoenix case, KUPD has indicated
it will continue its legal battle and will sue
Arbitron if the station is actually “delisted.”

A spokesman for Arbitron indicated tha
the company hopes these “delistings” will
serve as a warning to other stations to
refrain from engaging in diary distorting
contests during ratings periods.

Arbitron defines diary distortion as ac-
tivities which “could cause survey partici-
pants to record radio ... activity in their
diaries which exceeds their actual listening
... these activities have involved contests
which reward participants on the basis of
the amount of time they record listening to
.. . the station conducting the contest.”

Polygram Group
Posts 1977 Sales
Of $900 Million

NEW YORK — Worldwide sales for the
Polygram Group have surged past the $900
million mark, according to the giant inter-
national music conglomerate's annual
report for 1977.

Taking into account the 11% U.S. dollar
devaluation during the past year, the figure
represents a 13% increase from last year's
$762 million sales figure, according to
Coen Solleveld, president of the Polygram
Group. Solieveld also characterized 1977
as “the best year ever” in the history of the

company. Contributing Factors

Contributing to the Polygram Group's
sales surge, Sollevéld said, were the
catalogues of the Rebert Stigwood Group;
music published by Chappell and Intersong
Music; the increased production of the
Polygram Group's TV-Film division; and
sales from the company’s classical division,
Phonogram International and Polydor
International.

In addition, the Polygram Group
released figures estimating that 60% of its
music sales came from Europe, 16% from
the United States, 11% from Japan, and
13% from the rest of the world.

Things have been getting better all the
time it seems at RSO Records. First there
was the success of the “Saturday Night
Fever” and "Grease" soundtracks. And
then on July 17, “Sgt. Pepper's Lonely
Hearts Club Band” became the first double
LP ever to ship triple platinum. Apparently
it's not only possible to get by with a little
help from your friends, it's even possible to
get past the three million mark when you've
got friends like the Bee Gees, Peter
Frampton, Aerosmith, Atice Cooper, Earth
wind & Fire, Billy Preston, Stargard and
George Burns. And of course, let's not
forget The Beatles, who wrote the 29 tunes
performed by the aforementioned artists.

Peppermania may be the next craze as
RSO proceeds to pepper the public in a
massive, million-dollar, multi-media promo
campaign that comprises onty part of the
label’'s plans to push the soundtrack
package. The label's merchandising cam-
paign will include mobiles, posters and
plenty of in-store display material. In addi-
tion Pocket Books has released two paper-
backs about the Universal film.

Just two weeks after its release, the
album has debuted at number 19 bullet on
the Cash Box Top 200 Albums Chart. From
allindications "Sgt. Pepper’'s Lonely Hearts
Club Band” will be nothing to sneeze at.
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Exile

Exile is that rare kind of group that effec-
tively combines the glossy veneer of pop
with the raw energy of rock and roll. Their
current hit record, “Kiss You All Over,” fir-
mly exemplifies this with its urgent lead
vocal and brooding guitar playing over a
slick rhythm section. But ironically, though
“Kiss You" is the first record to call serious
attention to Exile, the group has been
around 15 years and could write the book
about dues paying in the music business.

The group, which hails from Richmond,
Kentucky, was formed in 1965 as the Ex-
iles. Back then, they were a high school
band doing soul music covers, playing
weekends, and just out for agood time. But
agent Peggy Rogers of Dick Clark Produc-
tions heard the group at a college pub,
and liked them enough to get them a gig on
Clark Caravan of Stars. They toured with
the Caravan on shows that headlined Paul
Revere and the Raiders and the Rascals.
They would often play two shows aday, do-
ing twenty minutes on their own, then back-
ing up single artists like Brian Hyland and
Tommy Roe. But, though the group had an
ally in Clark, were able toland record deals,
toured extensively, and enjoyed the sup-
port of their home town, they failed to attain
more than local success.

The turning point in the band's career
was their association with Mike Chapman,
who co-wrote and produced “Kiss You All
Over” and the Warner/Curb album “Mixed
Emotions” from which it is derived. Their
meeting was based on a complex set of cir-
cumstances. The group had annually been
playing a “spring break” dancein Florida at
a club called the Safari where a local dj
reportedly offered his help to the group.
The sixth year they played there, they were
without a contract and took him up on his
offer, giving him demo tapes to send to his
“connections.” Though none of these
sources responded to the dj, Mike Chap-
man paid one of them a visit.

Chapman, along with his partner Nicky
Chinn, had been a successful writer and
producer for British-based acts like the
Sweet, Mud, and Suzi Quatro. He was
frustrated in his attempts to break any of
these acts.in the United States, soto gain a
foothold in the American market he had
settled in the U.S. and had been
aggressively soliciting people's help in
finding an American group he could work
with. The "source” allowed Chapman to
look through piles of demo tapes that he
had rejected. One of the demos was Exile’s.
Chapman liked what he heard, and he flew
in to hear the group. A week later, Nicky
Chinn flew in from London to secure a

contract.
Only three of Exile’s six members have

been with the group since the beginning.
They are Buzz Cornelison on keyboards,
lead guitarist J.P. Pennington, who also
sings and writes much of the group’s
material, and lead vocalist Jimmy Stokley,
the only member who has remained with
the group without a hiatus since their for-
mation. The other members are keyboar-
dist Marlon Hargis, drummer Steve
Goetzman, an experienced session player,
and bassist Sonny Lemaire, who also sings
lead.

it is not surprising, of course, that the
group has changed half of its lineup in the
course of 13 years. Many other musicians
would have given up entirely. But it now
looks as if the aptly-named band is finally
returning from their exile to achieve the
success they deserved so long ago.
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Back in 1965, lead guitarist Lindsay
Mitchell, drummer Rocket Norton, rhythm
guitarist/bassist Allen Harlow and keyboar-
dist John Hall were all members of a pre-
teenage band called the Seeds Of Time. All
four members had just entered the popular
music scene of Vancouver, and were to
begin a longstanding musical relationship
that eventually evolved into the formation of
Prism last year.

Actually, despite the fact that the group
members had known each other for 13
years, Prism was formed quite unexpec-
tedly after Mitchell and producer Bruce
Fairbairn gathered up the old members of
the Seeds Of Time (which had broken up in
1970) plus lead singer Ron Tabak to play on
a production project that only later turned
out to be the first Prism album.

“When Seeds Of Time broke up around
1970, each of us went our separate ways
and formed our own bands,” said Mitchell.
“But last year, Bruce Fairbairn and | con-
ceived the idea for a new production pro-
ject, so we asked my longtime Vancouver
friends (from Seeds Of Time) and Ron
Tabak to join the project. As it turned out,
the album was received so well (the LP at-
tained platinum status in Canada) that we
officially became a band and began tour-
ing.

Like such other North American-based
groups as Styx and Kansas, Prism is a
technically gifted, hard-rock configuration
which derives many of its musical elements
from such influential British bands as the
Who, Yes and the Beatles. Prism dis-
tinctively blends the siashing power chords
associated with the Who, the sophisticated
synthesizer runs of Yes plus the accessible
melodies of the fab foursonre.

However, Prism not only fuses these
different ingredients, but also injects its
own distinctive identity into the group's
overall sound. Especially noteworthy is the
imaginative lyrics created by Mitchell and
Harlow, who are the group’s two primary
songwriters. Prism’s lyrical themes range
from the playful, futuristic-flavored
“Spaceship Superstar” and “Just Like Me”
to tongue-in-cheek, slightly politically-
oriented tunes as “Crime Wave.”

Now with the release of Prism’s second
album on Ariola Records, “See Forever
Eyes,” the quintet has happily merged
together as a musical unit, as evidenced by
the more unified, consistently solid sound
of the new LP. “With the recording of our
second album, it was more of a group pro-
ject than our first album,” said Rocket Nor-
ton. “We're very happy with the results of
our new LP. | think it clearly shows the
development and progressions the group
has made having been together this past
year.”

In support of “See Forever Eyes,” Prism
has recently embarked on a six-week tour
(as the second-billed act to Meat Loaf) that
will take the group across the country,
winding up in Washington, D.C. Unlike in
Canada, where the band’s popularity is
evenly distributed throughout the country,
Prism has thus far only enjoyed scattered,
regional success in the U.S.

However, with the new album moving
rapidly up the pop charts, and with the
band's willingness to tour constantly to
break as a major act in the U.S., Prism is
finally ready to complete the transition from
being longtime local musicians amidst the
Vancouver scene to attaining widespread
international success.

Peter Gabriel Boosts Solo
CareerWithSecondAlbum

LOS ANGELES — Throughout his seven-
year tenure as the leader of Genesis and
now as a solo artist, Peter Gabriel, both
visually and musically, has always been
noted for his unpredictable nature. For the
second time since leaving Genesis, Gabriel
recently shaved off all of his hair for the
mere sake of it, explaining that he “liked the
feeling of hearing the pitter-patter of rain-
drops falling on his head.”

Musically, Gabriel has been equally un-
predictable. When he was the lead singer
and composer for Genesis, Gabriel was fre-
quently pre-occupied with unified, highly
conceptual recordings and in concert
would coordinate flamboyantly theatrical
personas to match each particular album
concept. But when he launched his solo
career on ATCO Records last year, Gabriel
surprisingly emerged with a distinctly non-
conceptual work that offered nine original
compositions in as many different styles
and voices.

That first album entitled “Peter Gabriel”

of his recently released second album), dis-
played so many different musical in-
fluences that it was difficult to decide which

Disco DJs Form
Union; Ties To
AFL-CIO Seen

CHICAGO — With the number of discothe-
ques rapidly expanding nationwide, ap-
proximately 300 disco deejays. principally
from the Chicago area, have joined the
fledgling International Union of Program-
mers and Technicians, according to Rocky
Jones, acting president of the disco spin-
ners trade group.

The organization was founded last
month by Jones, a part-time deejay who
also runs Midwest Audio Talent Record
Pool, a servicer of records for Midwest disc
jockeys. Principal concerns of the union
are expected to be low wages, insurance
dilemmas and the legitimization of the
disco deejay profession. The union hopes
to accomplish these goals by establishing a
nationwide and international membership
and aligning the union with the giant labor
organization, AFL-CIO.

Offices In 17 States

Union leaders claim to have organized
branch offices in 17 states including New
York, California, Hawaii, Indiana and
Wisconsin. Immediate plans call for the
signing of several thousand new members
in order to qualify for AFL-CIO affiliate
status.

A membership of 5,000, establishment of
a charter, professional standards for mem-
bership and formation of a contract with
club owners are seen as the prerequisites
for AFL-CIO affiliation.

In order to further awareness of the un-
ion's objectives within the music industry,
members of the trade group are expected
to distribute their own trade journal,
Programming and Technology, to record
companies, record pools and club owners
during the next several weeks.

As seen in the debate at the recent Disco
Forum IV in New York, the issue of un-
ionization is hotly contested among dee-
jays themselves. Club owners are also ex-
pressing apprehensions, fearing a rapid
escalation of salaries and benefits.

Jones stated that club owners will benefit
by the unionization move because they will
be guaranteed higher professional stan-
dards.

The union's main office is currently in the
Galaxy Disco in Chicago.

of a three-year contract signed recently
with NBC, is “the culmination of a dream
I've had for more than a quarter of a cen-
tury.”

Lane Combines Experience

With Expertise In The Stu

NEW YORK — When he was a solo
recording artist back in the '60s, Jeff Lane
watched helplessly as 21 of his records
flopped, one after the other. Finally, he
decided thatitwas pointless to go on unless
he had complete control in the studio and
could avoid the mistakes his own
producers had made.

That decision eventually led him to
choose a career as a producer himself. But
the man who helped mold th: sound of
Brass Construction and B.T. Express —
which between them have received a total
of one platinum and six gold records —
emphasized the fact that making a hit
record “is more than just putting it in the
grooves.” As he himself learned the hard
way, he said, no record can reach the top
without the correct marketing, promotion,
public relations, and advertising.

With this hard-headed view of the music
business, Lane prefers not to work self-
contained acts. “| would rather work with
artists who don’t write their own material,
because it makes it much easier for us,” he
said. “I have some acts now, for instance,
who, because they think they can write a
song, are basically putting themselves out
of business. | believe that selecting material
should be the responsibility of the record
company and the producers whoare on top
of everything today. We're out there, we
know what the people are talking about,
and songs have to relate to people in order
to sell.

“We know what they're talking about, we
know what they're dancing to — and most
acts don't know that. If they're working 365
days a year, the only things they see are
hotel rooms, concert halls and the kids they

sign autographs for. We're talking to the
people that we're going to have to sell this
music to, and Il would rather nothave the ar-
tists write the songs. Because usually they
forget that we're trying to sell music; they're
doing their own head trip. And we have
access to some of the best writers in the
world, who do nothing every day except
write songs. We have a choice of hundreds
of songs before we record one with an ar-
tist.”

Whilehe conceded that arecording artist
can be a talented songwriter, Lane stated
that “it doesn't happen very often. Usually a
person who writes a song is writing about
his lite, and the life of a superstar or a musi-
cian has nothing to do with the life of the
people he's writing for. They can't relate to
what he's talking about, because that's not
their lifestyle, unless he's very close to the
commercial world.”

Gospel Roots

Lane himself grew up in a religiously in-
clined family in Lancaster, South Carolina.
When he was a child, he recalled, “my

family used to do nothing but sing gospel

Unusual Firm Does Advance
Work For Clients’ Concerts

by Charles Paikert

NEW YORK — Sundance Music is an un-
usual entity in the, music business. A small
firm headquartered in Brooklyn, the com-
pany bills itself as a “management/mar-
keting company” which also does a plen-
tiful amount of publicity and advance work
for a wide variety of clients, including Kenny
Rogers, Harry Chapin, the Nikon Camera
Company, Stan Waterman, an underwater
film-maker, Pete Fornatale, a disc jockey,
and Ruthing Sound Company, a concert
equipment specialist.

Bob Hinkle, who co-owns Sundance with
Jeb Hart, cites the company's current in-
volvement with Kenny Rogers’ summer
tour as an example of Sundance’s diverse
services. Before Rogers goes into amarket,
Hinkle explained, Sundance contracts with
the concert promoters to check on ticket
counts and also checks on equipment, “the
union situation,” and advertising and
promotion progress.

Also surveyed by Sundance in the con-
cert market, Hinkle added, were radio sta-
tions and retail stores. The store buyers,
Hinkle said, are asked if Rogers albums are
in stock, if display material is available, and
if Rogers has his own Bin divider in the
racks.

According to George Dassinger, a
Rogers & Cowan publicist who works with
Kenny Rogers, Sundance “does a really
thorough job in each market they go into.
And what's helpful to Kenny right now is the
fact that they're plunging into many
markets that are relatively uncultivated.”

Media Experience

Hinkle compared Sundance's work to

that of a political advance man, and ex-

plained that Sundance’s in-depth media
research was a result of an extensive ac-
cumulation of media experience between
himself and Hart.

After two years as a performer with the
musical group “The Good Earth™ in the late
60’s, Hinkle became a media planner for
Young & Rubicam, a leading New York ad-
vertising agency. In 1971, Hinkle went to
work for the Ampex Corporation, and three
years later, he began a position as product
manager and artist liason between Capitol
Records and the Band. In 1976, Hinkle
worked as an independent producer until
he met Hart, and in mid-1976 they formed
Sundance Music.

At that time, Hart was managing Harry
Chapin, his brother, Tom Chapin, and the
group Mt. Airy. Undoubtedly, Sundance's
association with Harry Chapin since its in-
ception has contributed to its unorthodox
structure, since Chapinis an unusual client.

Benefit Concerts

Besides performing over 60 benefit con-
certs a vear for various charities, Chapin is
also heavily involved with World Hunger
Year, an organization which he promotes
and aids financially. Consequently, Hinkle
said, Sundance is constantly busy in trying
to maximize Chapin's appearances in each
market he enters. TV is especially impor-
tantfor Chapin, Hinkle added, “becauseit's
a medium that lends itself to someone who
has a warm and vibrant personality and
enables him to get a message across.”

TV ‘Brutal Arena’

However, Hinkle stressed that Sundance
is very careful in selecting media outlets for
its clients. “Kenny Rogers is another artist
for whom TV is extremely well suited,” he

After a solid two weeks of speculation and anticipation of whether (and where) the Stones
would make an impromptu appearance at one of the local clubs (there was even a rumor
circulating that the group might drop in at the CBS convention), their set at Anaheim which
followed all the pre-arrival publicity could only be described as anti-climactic. In the
Stones' defense, the problem seemed to lay primarily with the sound system, although the
group was said to have been worn out before the show, which may have robbed their per-
formance of some of its punch. Backstage arrangements, however, were far above
average, with a well organized plan which provided a tent for shade and an area to the side
of the stage where a front view of the acts could be gained. Even though the Stones never
materialized for any of the Peter Tosh shows at the Starwood two days before the Anaheim
gigs, many who turned out in hope of seeing the group came away Tosh fans. Shortly
before his second night of concerts, the Jamaican reggae artist dropped by Cash Box to
talk about a number of subjects and in the meantime provided an unscheduled (but duly
appreciated) mini-concert. Tosh said he always carries his guitar with him because he
never knows when or from where an inspiration for a song will come, so he wants to be able
to devetop ideas anytime or anyplace.

Mizell Recaps Jazz/Fusion’s

1st Year At Elektra/As

by Alan Sutton

LOS ANGELES — When Elektra/Asylum
Records launched its new jazz/fusion divi-
sion, the label wanted to call attention to its
long-term commitment to the artists and
their music. As aresult, jazz/fusion became
known as “the division of the future.”

Today, one year later, the future has
arrived sooner than expected and the divi-
sion’s first gold record is perhaps only a
release or two down the road, according to
general manager Dr. Don Mizell,

“We've really put Elektra/Asylum on the
map in this area of music,” Mizell says. “We
had an immediate presence in the market
with our launch, and effectively established
the concept of jazz/fusion to the industry
and the public.

“This year is primarily a building year in
which we expect to reap the dividends a
record or two down the pipe, although we
are selling records and making money. And
our strongest artists haven’t put out any
records yet.”

Jazz/fusion came into existence in July
1977 when E/A chairman Joe Smith
decided to expand the label's operation
with a division encompassing the areas of
jazz and progressive rock music.

Diverse Roster

‘Our goal was to assemble a diverse
roster of new, emerging and established
acts representing a broad cross-section of
musical styles and attitudes,” says Mizell,
“and expose them to new levels of sales
and image in the marketplace. We wanted
to do something different and provide
jazz/fusion artists with the same resources,
input and energy as pop acts.’

The numbers suggest how effective the
strategy has been. Sales for the first seven
LPs released by the division have averaged
100,000 units, according to Mizell.

While noting that the most successful
record to date has been the debut LP by
Ubiquity/Starbooty at 175,000 copies,

Mizell points out that all the acts on the
roster are “‘respected as artists, and that is
as important to me as how many records
they sell.”

The first jazz/fusion release, which
debuted in Feb. 1978, featured albums by
Lenny White, Dee Dee Bridgewater and
Ubiquity. To boost the release, Mizell em-
barked on a series of sales presentations at
the WEA branches across the country, ac-
companied by E/A's top three executives
— Smith, vice chairman Me! Posner and
president Steve Wax.

Next came "“Twin House” by Larry
Coryell and Philip Catherine, followed by
albums from Lee Ritenour, Michael White
and Terry Callier.

Chart Activity

In each case, the albums made their
presence felt on the jazz chart, with the LPs
by White, Bridgewater, Ritenour and Ubi-
quity making a strong showing on the R&B
and pop charts as well. Still to come is the
division's biggest release, both in terms of
quantity and artist stature. Slated for Sept.,
it will include LPs by Donald Byrd, Patrice
Rushen, Oregon, Aquarian Dream and
Sweetbottom.

‘I've always said this is the music of the

'80s,” notes Mizell, “and | expect to see

Records, which was formed in 1977 to han-
dle contemporary and progressive acts.
The Briar label will remain more traditional,
specializing in country, folk and bluegrass
acts.

Other albums slated for release in the
near future are: “It's Hot,” from Corn Bred
a Los Angeles-based bluegrass/folk band:
“Aspen Skyline,” by Aspen-based perfor-
mer Wayne Stewart and an album by dobro
player Leroy Mack, a former member of the
Kentucky Colonels.

New signings will include a number of
singer/songwriters, according to Marsha
Necheles, managing director, who says
Sierra-Briar is able to provide all its artists
with the specialized attention that most ma-
jor labels reserve for their top selling acts.

“The people who are coming to us
primarily are artists who have left or been
dropped from major labels,” Necheles
says. "They come to us because they
realize that although they had the money
that a big label can afford, they didn't ever
get enough support. Now they would rather
go with a company that is going to give
them personal help.”

OvernightSuccessForeigner

LOS ANGELES — Foreigner exemplifies
the myth of the “overnight success,” the
group made up of artists who have worked
long and hard to achieve success and sud-
denly finds itself appreciated by the mass
audience and “discovered” by the con-
sumer press.

The group’s first album on Atlantic
Records, released in March of lastyear, has
sold well over three million copies in the
U.S. alone with three hit singles. The
follow-up album, “Double Vision,” has
already passed the two million mark in
sales here after only five weeks.

Success of this magnitude is not easily
achieved in the intensely competitive
record business. Since Foreigner's incep-
tion in early 1976, the group has been con-
stantly r=shearsing, recording or touring.
Thegroun's“Around The World In 42 Days”
tour was a highly visible one, but Foreigner
has been just as busy the rest of the year as
well.

‘We've been working non-stop since the
band started coming together,” says lan
McDonald, who along with Mick Jones
founded the band.

Operating
revenues for the 1978 second quarter
totaled $58 million, an increase of 17 per-
cent over the April-June 1977 period.

For the six months ended June 30, netin-
come was $14.7 million, equal to $2.22 per
share, an increase of 30 percent over the
same 1977 period. Operating revenues for
the 1978 first half increased 16 percent to
$104 million from $90.1 million for the 1977
period.

Broadcasting revenues rose 21 percent
over the comparable 1977 April-June quar-
ter. Radio reported increases in local ad-
vertising, with national matching last year's
second quarter. Television recorded strong
gains in both local and national advertising.

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Clark Hopes To Fill Sullivan’s

Actually, Clark says, the label ‘variety
show’ is amisnomer when used to describe
programs such as “Sonny and Cher,”
“Donny and Marie” or “The Captain and
Tennille Show.” Those programs are in
reality comedy shows, says Clark, who con-
tends that there have been no successful
live variety shows on in the prime time
hours since the demise of “The Ed Sullivan
Show" several years ago.

Not Just MOR

Unlike the comedy shows which tend to
book primarily MOR recording artists,
Clark says his program will hopefully be
able to span the spectrum of musical
categories.

“The comedy shows don't really use
much music,” says Clark. “The passing
glance of music that they offer is pretty
much middle of the road because of their
terrific fear of driving pieces of the
audience away. We'll probably have the
same problem butthatisn’tto say thatwe're
not going to try and beat it. | already have
one actbooked that s totally non-television
oriented. There will be a lot of older people
in the audience who will be saying ‘What in
the hell is that?’

“I can’t think of any musical act that we
wouldn't think of using,” Clark continues,
“with the possibly exception of someone
who has an extrememly small audience.
When you are dealing with television you
are dealing with 50 million people at one
crack, so you don't put someone on who
only has a total audience of half a million
people in Pittsburgh because then you are
defeating your purpose. | can't think of
anyone who is on the best selling charts
who isn't appropriate.”

Concert Coverage

With the help of a mobile mini-cam unit,
Clark says the program will be able to
broadcast segments live from outside the
studio. And although most of the show's
musical acts will be performing in the
studio, Clark says some concerts which are
not performed at the time that the show is
broadcast can be taped and replayed when
the show airs.

“If it happened yesterday, there is no
sense skipping it,” says Clark, adding that
only about 20 percent of the show will be
taped. “We will pre-announce the date that
it actually happened,” he says.

Despita his belief the new program will
be an excellent vehicle for promoting an
album or tour to millions of viewers, Clark
says he still expects to face the same
problem he has confronted at “American
Bandstand” for years — areluctance on the
part of many top-selling recording acts to
appear on television.

“You can be the biggest seller in the
world and say ‘What do we need television
for when we've had so many hit albums,”

Clark says. “But the groups don’t realize
that among 50 million people there may be
35 million who have never really heard
them. And from those 35 million you might
be able to drum up another million buyers.
It only makes sense. But the money is so
good in music and the egos are so big thatit
is awfully hard to broaden anybody's
horizon.”
Chicago Sales

Clark points to an incident involving the
recording group Chicago as an example of
how a television appearance can spur
record sales.

“I had great difficulty once convincing
Chicago that they ought to go on televi-
sion,” Clark says. “Then when | finally got
them to do a couple of specials all eight
albums went on the charts simultaneously.”

One of the most common complaints he
hears from recording artists, Clark says, is
that they are unable to perform their entire
stage show during television appearances.

“Musicians want to come on television
and do exactly what they do on stage for an
hour-and-a-half,” Clark says. “But that's
boring. It's boring because the television
audience is not in the auditorium and
doesn’t have the exhilaration of all the peo-
ple around and they don’t have the inter-
mission to go out on. There is nothing
wrong with an hour-and-a-half concert, but
it doesn't translate to television. But if you
want to just give the audience enough of a
taste so that they will say, ‘Oh, boy, | want to
see that guy’ then it serves a purpose.”

Other problems Clark has often run into
at “Bandstand” include the aversion that
many artists have to lip-syncing songs and
the complaint that the show does not pay
well. The variety show will be different on
both counts, Clark says.

“Bandstand is a very marginal financial
operation,” he says. “We give scale pay-
ments, there are no sets and we do only lip
syncs. There is minimal rehearsal. But all of
that is appropriate for that particular type of
program. On the variety show, though,
whether it's on location or in the studio, the
artists get plenty of rehearsal and it will un-
doubtably be done live or live to track.
There will be more hours spent on the
lighting and the sound and all the things
that interest music people. And although
television pay is usually only a limousine bill
to most recording acts, the pay will be bet-
ter.”

But perhaps the best thing about the new
show, Clark says is the fact that it will be
done live.

“We've developed television to the point
where we're so allegedly professional that
we have packaged it and plasticizedittothe
pointwhere it is sterile and absolutely pure,
while actually very little in life is that way. To
get back to the naturalness of seeing
something happen when it actually hap-
pens is fun. When tape came along we
found that we could make everything ab-
solutely perfect. We could balance every
single note. We could shine every single
light right. But we had canned applause
and laughs and an empty setthatis notcon-
dusive to heart. The audience should be
able to see success and failure. | think the
world is sophisticated enough to realize
that sometimes a joke drops dead or anar-
tist hits a clinker.”

VP/GM Bowen Outlines Plans

| NASHVILLE — Jimmy Bowen, newly-
appointed MCA vice president and general

manager, Nashville, has outlined im-
| mediate plans for re-organizing the MCA
division here. Effective immediately, Nick
Hunter has been named national MCA
country promotion manager and Chic
Doherty has been named MCA vice presi-
dent, sales, Nashville. Doherty previously
had served as vice president of MCA
operations here. Hunter was formerly
director of national country promotion for
Playboy Records.

A veteran producer and A&R man both
here and in Los Angeles, Bowen said MCA
president Mike Maitland had authorized a
full commitment to the Nashville division.
According to Bowen, MCA here is gearing
for a full artist development program cen-
tered entirely in Nashville.

“The operation here now is a must for
Nashville. We are going to be a fully-staffed
division,” said Bowen, who produced Dean
Martin's “Everybody Loves Somebody”
back in the middle '60s."We are now MCA,
Nashville. | wouldn't have come out of in-
dependent production any other way. |
want to make MCA a viable organization.
To begin with, we have hired Nick Hunter as
national promotion manager, and we will be
hiring a vice president of A&R soon. We will
be fully staffed by August 15. Our whole
country operation will be centered here. We
plan to back our product with marketing,
artist development, public relations, A&R,
promotion and sales all out of here. We in-
tend to build a substantial MCA Nashville
operation using the entire MCA Records
resources behind the Nashville artists.”

Twofold Approach

Bowen said a twofold approach would be
utilized toward artist development here.
First, heavy emphasis will be placed on
developing the current roster. But Bowen
also has definite plans for signing new
talent.

“Our number one project will be the
greater development, marketing, handling
of public relations and anything else which
should be done for the artist,” Bowen said.
“We will concentrate heavily on key acts at
first. Our aim is to take the roster we have
and bring it where it belongs in the market-
place. This is in addition to new acts we will

Nashville — RCA artists have held almost
complete control over the #1 spot on the
Cash Box Country Album Chart for the past
15 months, a study shows. From April 30,
1977 until this week, only Linda Ronstadt's
“Simple Dreams™ and Willie Nelson's “Star-
dust” have replaced an RCA album as the
#1 charted LP.

With the exception of Dolly Parton’s
“New Harvest . . . First Gathering” (charted
#1 April 30 and May 7, 1977), each of the
nine albums which reached the #1 spot
have earned RIAA certified gold or
paltinum status. In addition, three major
country albums (one certified gold; two cer-
tified platinum) attained the #2 position but
failed to reach #1.

‘Stardust’ At Top

Inthe 59-week period from April 30, 1977
untitJune 17,1978, RCA albums held the #1
position for 54 weeks. Only “Simple
Dreams” broke the RCA barrier. On June
17, “Stardust” replaced the “Waylon and
Willie" LP as the top album. Through this
week, “Stardust” remains #1 for the eighth

He told Johnny the Gibb brothers listened to his recordings
frequently, admired his singing style, and wanted to write a song for him. Sure enough, the
song was mailed to Johnny and he cut the tune for the Mercury album with Jerry Kennedy
producing. Johnny said it was a thrill for him to have fans like the Bee Gees whom he ad-
mires. Currently, Rodriguez is booked solid with appearances including The Four Seasons
in Denver Sept. 9 and Salt Lake City’s fair Sept. 11. Rodriguez is
also preparing for his tirsttrip to Europe Oct. 11-27. The tour willin-
clude appearances in Germany, ltaly and Spain.

bullet Jan. 14 of this year, but it failed to
pass Dolly Parton's platinum “Here You
Come Again.’

... Shove It’ Stifled

Another major country album stifled by
RCA was Johnny Paycheck's “Take This
Job And Shove It" on Epic. After 11 weeks
on the chart, Paycheck's album rose to #2
bullet on Feb. 4 behind “Here You Come
Again” and remained there the following
week when “Waylon and Willie” bolted into
the charts at #1.

Beginning April 30, 1977, “New Harvest

First Gathering™ hitthe #1 spot — begin-
ning a continuous streak of #1 RCA LPs
which lasted until Ronstadt's “Simple
Dreams” on Elektra/Asylum jumped to #1
Nov. 19. (“Simple Dreams” was the only
album which rose to #1 on both the country
and pop CB charts.)

The untimely death of Elvis Presley on
Aug. 16 of last year contributed greatly to
the success of RCA. “OI' Waylon" debuted
#1 on May 14,1977 and remained there for
16 weeks until Presley's “Moody Blue" hit
the #1 spot two weeks after his death on
Sept. 3. “Moody Blue” remained #1 for nine
weeks until Nov. 5 when Ronnie Milsap's “It
Was Almost Like A Song” took over the #1
spot for two weeks. Presley's “Live In Con-
cert” debuted at #40 bullet Nov. 12 and
climbed to #1 Nov. 26 where it stayed for
one month.

Beginning Jan. 7, Dolly’s “Here You
Come Again” rose to #1 for two weeks and
returned again to #1 for the week of Feb. 4.
The following week, “Waylon And Willie”
debuted at#1 and rested at the top position
for 18 weeks until it was unseated on June
17 by Neison's “Stardust.’

diverse musical styles mixed together.

“The idea with the new album was that it
would hopefully sound more like a ‘band’
album rather than just having a singer using
different musicians for ditferent racks,”
said Gabriel. "On the first album, | wasn't
very comfortable in the recording of the LP
because | was playing with a bunch of musi-
cians that | didn't really know, with the ex-
ception of Robert Fripp and Larry Fast.

"But with the new LP, | felt more confi-
dent about it in the studio because | had
distinctideas about what | wanted to do with
the arrangements, and | also got to know
the band,” added Gabriel. “By the time we
entered the studio to record the new album,
we had toured together and gotten to know
each other, so they were no longer just ses-
sion men to me, but friends. In many in-
stances we came up with arrangements
that flowed very naturally. Overall, it was a
much easier LP to record.”

With his new album, Gabriel attempts to
merge his progressive, sophisticated rock
techniques with a rough, spontaneous
quality similar to that of many New Wave
bands. "l enjoy utilizing modern studio
technology to explore the difterent sounds
and techniques that are constantly being
developed,” stated Gabriel, “yet at the
same time | try to make sure that | don't
neglect the human, personal quality that
many of the New Wave bands deliver.

“There exists a curious paradox in the
recording studio,” discussed Gabriel. “On
one hand, you're conscious of the fact that
your album will hopefully be heard by a lot
of people over along period of time, so you
want to devote plenty of time and care in
recording the LP. Yet on the other hand,
you know that quite often the things that
work best on records are the things that
arise spontaneously. So what you have to
do is take both of these contrasting ele-
ments into consideration in trying to make
the best recording possible.”

Now with the completion of the second
“Peter Gabriel” effort, the singer/song-
writer looks forward to touring America
again in the fall, and further establishing

offered. “But TV is a very brutal arena, and
you have to have picked everything you
arrive with on television very carefully.”

Radio, according to Hinkle, "as opposed
to any other media, can have validity to it.
You believe it very fast. More, | think, than
anything else. One of the promotions we're
doing with it is ‘Ten Years Of Gold,’ a
cassette with an interview and songs by
Kenny Rogers that has worked very well.’

The printed word, Hinkle feels, is more
“up to the minute” than other media. “The
stories hit you smack in the face,” Hinkle
said. “There's an absolute immediacy
there. It also has more of an identity of its
own, because each paper is an entity upon
itself, unlike the overall effect of television,
where programs often seem to bleed into
each other.”

Sundance also works in the live lecture
circuit, setting up appearances for Pete
Fornatelle, a WNEW-FM dj who presents a
college-oriented multi-media show, and
film maker photographer Sam Waterson,
whose slides and exhibits are sponsored by
the Nikon Camera Company.

According to Hinkle, Sundance's diver-
sification of clients will continue, because
public relations “has to be exciting for us to
make it happen.

sales explode in the next couple of years.
These artists appeal to a wide range of au-
diences, so the payoff will be when we have
a couple of hits.”

Mizell, 29, a lawyer who was formerly
product manager for A&M Records’ jazz
line, says he is “generally disappointed” at
FM radio’s cool reception toward jazz/fu-
sion. The exception, he says, has been
among the black-formatted FMers where
airplay is heavily concentrated.

According to Mizell, most AOR stations
would do well to begin programming more
of this type of music. “These same young,
white listeners that are tuning into BLS in
New York and BMX in Chicago and giving
them unbelievable ARBs," he says, “would
stick around if they gota more diverse diet.
AOR stations, especially those who haven't
shown any gains in their markets, should
look at this music with a more positive at-
titude.”

All jazz/fusion’s systems and
procedures are now in place, he says, and
the staff expanded recently with the ap-
pointment of Primus Robinson as national
marketing director.

In his teens, Lane formed a gospel
group, and, when he was in his last year of
high school, a preacher brought the young
singers to New York to perform in
churches.

“We were only supposed to stay for that
summer,” Lane remembered, “and many
of the kids had to go back home to finish
school. But | saw great opportunities here
in the music industry, and | stayed.”

During his first three years in New York,
Lane sang with various “big-name” gospel
groups, but made little money from his
vocalizing. “I figured | ought to be making a
living, and we were all working 9-5 jobs, and
singing on the weekend, because there was
no income from what we were doing.’

With two of his friends who had formerly
sung with a group called the Shells, Lane
formed an R&B band. But they weren’t able
to get a decent recording contract. Then
one of the Shells' old records, “Baby Oh
Baby,” became a surprise hit in 1960. The
group was hastily resurrected, and Lane
became a'till-in singer with them, as well as
several other aggregations, before going
solo.

After his solo career ran into a dead end,
Lane went into the shoe business in
Brooklyn. Within a year, he discovered
Brass Construction playing in a basement
in Brownsville. Although he said they were
“unbelievable musicians,” he knew they
weren't ready to record yet. Not only was
their style too jazz-oriented, but they didn’t
have a vocalist. So he helped them develop
a new sound while using them as a backup
band for other artists he was recording. “I
would use their musicianship and give
them some studio experience until the right
kind of material came along and we could
develop some vocalists within the group.”

Meanwhile, Lane heard B.T. Express —

social club. “I thought they were great,” he
recalled. “They didn't have the problems at
the time that Brass Construction did,
because they had good singers in the
group. So | worked with them for a year to
find the right concept and develop the
material.” Three years after he signed B.T.
Express, in 1975, the group had a hit with
“Do It To Your Satisfaction,” and Lane was
on his way to becoming a successful
producer.

Lane remembers that, when he was a
recording artist, he'd go into the studio and
a producer “would give me a song that was
probably written for a white artist and say,
‘Thisis your nextrecord."don’t do that with
my acts today. If they really don't like a
song, we won't do it.”

On the other hand, Lane feels that it is
crucial for a producer to maintain firm con-
trol over what is happening in the studio.
‘There are artists today who are super in
producing themselves,” he commented.
‘But I've noticed, when I'm mixing
something in the studio that the horn
players are concerned about the horns be-
ing loud, and the bass player will come and
say, ‘Hey, the bass is a little low. | think you
should bring it up a littte bit.” So the musi-
cians tend to lean toward what each of them
is doing, rather than the overall project.”

Lane is not at all bashful about admitting
that overdubs are an essential ingredient of
his art. “My first concern is about making a
hitrecord in the studio, regardless of what it
takes,” he said. “If it's a five-piece group
and | feel that | need a 100-piece sound,
that's what I'm going to go after. But lately |
find that, especially with a self-contained
group | try to minimize it. For example,
maybe I'll decide to overdub three guitars
when there’'s only one player on the stage.
Maybe we'll double or tripie the horns, and
make it sound like there's 20 guys playing.

“When you're recording and you just
want to do one track of vocals, it's just not
strong enough. You're trying to make a
really hot record, and it doesn’t pull strong
enough, so you end up doing a lot of over-
dubs. But one thing you have to remember:
If there's no hit records, there's no live per-
formances.’

Stigwood Sued By
Theater Producer

NEW YORK — A claim for more than $1.3
million for breach of contract against the
Robert Stigwood Organization has been
filed by Steven Singer, president of
Vidicom Systems, Inc.

Singer charged that the Stigwood
Organization conspired to prematurely
close the 1975 theatrical production of
“Sgt. Pepper’ at the Beacon Theatre,
thereby depriving Singer and Vidicom of
millions of dollars in profits from an exten-
ded run of the production.

Leon Fine, an attorney for Singer,
claimed that under the terms of the agree-
ment, their production contract was
binding as long as “Sgt. Pepper” grossed a
certain amount at the box office. Fine
alleged that, while the play was grossing an
acceptable level, the Stigwood organiza-
tion advertised in various theatres in the
Metropolitan area and Philadelphia that the
play was about to be produced there and
was about to close at the Beacon. This hurt
box office sales at the Beacon enough to
force the shutting down of the play.

Martin Silfen, an attorney for the
Stigwood Organization,contended that the
suit was in fact a counterclaim to arequest
for an arbitration initially made by the
Stigwood Organization in 1975. At that
time, Singer and Vidicom declared
bankruptcy and, according to Silfen the
matter had lain dormant until now.

After a short opening set by Billy Swan,
who also played in the excellent six-piece
band that backed both Kris and Rita,
Kristofferson did a strong hour-long set in-
cluding 16 songs from throughout his
career. The highlights of the set were
Kristofferson’s well-known hits, especially
“Sunday Mornin’' Comin’ Down” and “Lovin’

Again),” but five songs off the movie
star/songwriter/outlaw’s latest Columbia
album, "Easter lIsland,” were also well-
rendered and well-received.

Rita Coolidge has blossomed into one of
the finest female vocalists on the pop music
scenein the pastyear on the strength of two
fine A&M albums, “Anytime . . .

BOTTOMLINE,NYC — LauraNyroisoneof
those special performers who has the
power to move listeners without really
seeming to try. Even though most of the
material she performed at her recent Bot-
tom Line gig was fairly laid-back, Nyro
slowly built a quiet intensity in several num-
bers that crept up on the audience and
provoked spontaneous applause.

Performing material like “And When |
Die" (covered by Blood, Sweet & Tears),
‘Emily,” “Sweet Blindness™ and Smokey
Robinson’s “Sexy Mama' (which appeared
on her “Smile” album), Nyro used a consis-
tent approach which she has refined over
the years. Her creamy, rich tone and sen-
sual, dreamy delivery were always engag-
ing and often enthralling. Despite the flaws
in her singing, especially in the softer
dynamic range, her voice and style remain
unique.

Nyro came out onstage alone and ac-
companied herself on the piano. Although
her keyboard style was effective in com-
bination with her singing, it became
somewhat repetitive in the same way that
Joni Mitchell often seems to be repeating
variations on a few riffs. A guitarist, a bass
player, some percussion and maybe a
vibist wouldn’t have hurt her stage act.

The songs from Nyro's new album went
over very well. On the beguiling “Mr. Blue,”
for instance her spoken imitation of a
boyfriend telling how arrogant and cool she
was elicited a few chuckles from the
audience. A big round of applause followed
the swinging “Rhythm And Blues,” and
Nyro's breathy version of “Sexy Mama”
evoked a similar reaction. “American
Dreamer,” an uptempo number, got the
crowd going more than the title track of
‘Nested,” but the latter song, with its ob-
vious relation to Nyro's present condition

While heads of
state give speeches, plan demonstrations
and counter-demonstrations for that
cause, Marley sings his songs and sends
the message of equality on the strength of a
reggae beat. The resultis a joyous celebra-
tion that takes a stand.

Marley is a dramatic performer who
moves about the stage with energy and
purpose, dancing to the muscular bassline
which is the heart of his music. Backed by a
strong band and three talented Jamaican
singers wearing traditional colorful dresses
and headdresses, Marley delivered a
steady set of tunes culled from his recent
albums. Several songs such as “Easy
Shanking” and “Jammin'"” gave the band

SANTA MONICA CIVIC — With its current
album and single making impressive in-
roads on the pop charts, Village People
pulled out all the stops — including a pair of
well-oiled beefcakes — and proved at the
festival-styled (no floor seating) auditorium
that its music is just as exciting live as on
vinyl.

“Hollywood” and “I Am What | Am,” lead
singer Victor Willis contributed some dazz!-
ing moments, drawing on elements of
traditional R&B and Broadway musicals.
But the highlight of the set was a rendition

of the title track to the group’s latest LP,
“Macho Man.” which featured two gleam-
ing muscle men flexing on either end of the
stage.

Opener Phylicia Allen, who is married to
Willis. overcame severe sound problems
and gave a well received performance. She
exhibited a powerful range with good con-
trol on selections from her debut LP

ecil Taylor
Ornette Coleman

CARNEGIE HALL — Cecil Taylor's mid-
night concert at Carnegie Hall, co-billed
with fellow avant-garde innovator Ornette
Coleman. brilliantly reaffirmed the pianist-
composer’'s status as one of the most
original and gifted contributors to modern
music in the past several decades.

For slightly over an hour. Taylor carefully
guided his septet, consisting of drummer
Steve McCall, saxophonist Jimmy Lyons,
Violinist Ramsey Amin and Trumpeter
Ralph Mali through a winding multi-leveled
composition. A light, airy passage opened
the piece, and quickly established the well-
disciplined character of the Taylor band.
After some thoughtful interplay among the
individual musicians. Taylor shifted to a
more cohesive framework, spotlighting in-
timate ensemble work featuring himself,
McCall, and bassist Sirone.

Ornette Coleman provided a contrast to
Taylor by appearing with his electric band,
Prime Time. which featured long-time
Coleman cohort Charlie Haden on bass
violin. and Bern Nix and Charlie Ellerbee on
guitars. Denado Coleman and Ron Shan-
non on drums, and Jamaladeen Tacumaon
electric bass. charles paikert

onny Rollins
McCoy Tyner

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC — Sonny Rollins
was perhaps the ‘50s most influential tenor
saxophonist until the first of his voluntary
retirements in 1959. His technique, which
mixed melodic passages with bursts of im-
provised choruses, combined the best of
Coleman Hawkins and Charlie Parker to
become the focus of the hard bop move-
ment from which John Coltrane would
borrow to create his revolutionary tenor ap-
proach.

Rollins stomped through a variety of
calypso and funk tunes during his set,
coaxing his horn through several unaccom-
panied solos and demonstrating his
mastery of thematic improvisation. Rollins’
quartet, which consisted of a drummer, an
electric bassist, a pianist, and a conga
player, proved themselves to be superior
accompanists, giving the titan room to work
his warm lines of endless quotations and
statements.

McCoy Tyner, on whom Bud Powell was
an early influence was an original member
of John Coltrane’'s quartet and one of the
first modern soloists to make an impact on
contemporary jazz pianists. His ap-
pearance was augmented by a chorus of 10
vocalists and asection of brass and reed in-
strumentalists. The orchestra was conduc-
ted by William Fischer, whose arrange-
ments for the vocalists and horn were sub-
dued and functional. The size of the ensem-
ble, however, sometimes overpowered
Tyner's pianistic contribution. A normally
explosive keyboardist, Tyner wove his
delicate stream of notes into the ensemble,
after giving way to the voices or soloists
from his sextet. leo sacks

we're a music business and as we grow we
should keep equal emphasis on both
words.”

Lundvall Speech

Lundvall's July 25 address was
preceeded by afilm which presented a man
standing in front of a series of image-
distorting mirrors, paving the way for his
talk which focused on “vision.”

Vision, Lundvall said, “is both our tradi-
tion and our contemporary business life-
style and it creates the difference between
leading and catching-up. But aill of this
creative business acumen would not have
taken us very far without the most impor-
tant difference of all,” he said, “our music
vision.”

He pointed to the successes of some
other companies in the past year, saying
that vision “will make the difference bet-
ween remaining #1 and losing our bullets
on the 'big chart’

“Little RSO had a multi-media vision and
became a major factor in the business in a
single year,” Lundvall said. “RCA may have
suffered somerough years, butthey're cer-
tainly awakening now — and no one can
take issue with their vision in the country
field

“Polygram through label acquisition, has
become a third power in the industry in a
very short time,” he added. “And consider
the well-funded outsiders who must be
looking at the attractive growth projections
of this industry and are perhaps ready to
climb on board to reach for the platinum

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ring. We've finally come of age as an in-
dustry and there simply will not be a place
for those who choose to count the ants
while the elephants roar by.”

Areas Of Concentration

After announcing the new signings he
said there were a number of areas in which
CBS would concentrate to strengthen its
position and continueits aggressivenessin,
including disco, country and international
contemporary artists.

He also announced the formation of
CBS' new custom label based in Los
Angeles: ARC-Columbia (see separate
story page 7).

Finally, Lundvall said CBS, while a large
corporation, has always valued the per-
sonal contact usually found only in smaller
companies.

‘We are anything but a nameless,
faceless mechanism and we've long had
the vision to know that the only way to suc-
cessfully grow in a people-intensive
business is to pratcice a one-to-one in-
timacy at all levels, with our own people and
with our artists and our representatives . . .
As busy as we are, we've maintained an in-
timacy where there’'s time enough to care.”

CBS International

In Dick Asher’'s summation of, CBS
Records International’s (CRI) performance
he said sales and profits in 1977 were more
than 20 percent higher than in 1976, com-
pared to many other companies which
Asher said “are expending a good deal of
their creativity now in preparing excuses to
their stockholders and the financial
analysts (while) we're forging ahead on all
fronts.”

He cited the successes achieved by CRI
in breaking internationally many CBS ar-
tists established in the U.S. “Crystal Globe
Awards went to Johnny Mathis, Andy
Williams, Simon and Garfunkel, Santana,

CBS Mktg. Meet
Touches All Bases

LOS ANGELES — “Motivating the con-
sumer is our ultimate goal,” said Jim Tyrell,
vice president, marketing, Epic, Portrait
and Associated Labels. “The creativity of
the artist is at the root of our success, but
the maximum realization is in the exploita-
tion — the marketing.”

Tyrell's remarks at the CBS Records
convention came during an afternoon
devoted to marketing meetings on Tues-
day, July 25. In addition to Tyrell, the
gathering included presentations by Joe
Mansfield, vice president marketing,
Columbia Records; Rick Blackburn, vice
president, country music marketing, CBS
Records; Mike Martinovich, vice president
merchandising, CBS Records; and Le
Baron Taylor, vice president, black music
marketing, CBS Records, who was not pre-
sent but delivered his address via prere-
corded tape.

Pointing to a recent print ad prepared by
the Xerox Corp. which contends that 75
percent of all information available to
mankind has been developed with the last
two decades, Tyrell stressed the difficulties
arising from an overabundance of informa-
tion.

Information Glut

“Millions of pieces of information are
created daily and the total amount is doubl-
ing every 10 years,"” he said. “The problem,
as with any crisis, is one of management.”

Emphasizing “the need to further define,
and consequently refine the approach we
take to the development of artists,” Tyrell
went on to say, ‘I have a great concern for
the quality of information handied by our
promotion managers because radiois such

CRI Participation At CBS
Convention Reflects Growth

LOS ANGELES — During the year since
CBS Records convention in London last
summer, CBS Records International has
grown profoundly, according to company
spokespersons. The expansion of CRI was
symbolized recently by the large turnout of
350 delegates from 32 countries who atten-
ded the 1978 CBS Records Convention
held here July 23-28.

During the last year, new managing
directors have been installed in the Dutch,
French and Canadian affiliates. In addition,
a new CRI company has been formed in
New Zealand and the New York staff and
regional staffs in Coral Gables, Florida and
Paris, France have been expanded. CRI
also opened a Los Angeles office to deal
more efficiently with international press
and act as a liasion with artists based on the
west coast.

These and other changes reflect the
growth of CRI which was a principal con-
cern at the convention. CRI presented a
series of seminars which covered all
phases of the division’s operations, in-
cluding A&R, marketing, publishing,
business affairs, promotion and sales.

Key CRI executives representing over-
seas affiliates included Peter DeRouge-
ment, senior vice president, European
operations; Maurice Oberstein, vice presi-
dent and managing director, CBS Records,
U.K.; Nick Cirillo, vice president Latin
American operations; Bill Smith, vice presi-
dent and managing director, CRI’s
Australian company; Arnold Gosewich,
chairman and chief executive officer, CBS
Records of Canada; John McCready,
managing director, CRI New Zealand; Jac-
ques Ferrari, managing director of CBS
Records France; and Allen Davis, acting
managing director of CRI’s Dutch affiliate.

Hosted by Dick Asher, president of CRI,
the meetings summarized recent suc-
cesses and procedures and unveiled up-
coming releases slated to receive inter-
national attention.

During a banquet dinner at Le Bistro in
Beverly Hills, which inaugurated CRI’s con-
vention agenda, Asher presented CBS
Records International artist Neil Diamond
with a Crystal Globe Award, signifying sales
in excess of 5 million albums throughout
the world, excluding the U.S.

Growth At Annual Convention

MILAN — While the size of the Italian recor-
ded music market has quintupled in the
past ten years, Phonogram ltaly has grown
by 1200 percent, according to Alain
Trossat, managing director of Phonogram
Italy. Trossat made his remarks at the
Phonogram annual convention held at the
end of June at the Hotel-Club Le Castella,
Isola Capo Rizzuto.

In 1977, record and tape volume for the
Italian market represented $160 million, as
compared with the $500 million figure for
the Great Britain market and the $588
million mark of France.

In detailing the make-up of the ltalian
market, Trossat reported a decrease in
singles sales, the increasing popularity of
albums and the importantrole played in the
market by tapes. In ltaly, tape sales are at
comparable levels with the sale of tapes in
Great Britain and France. Trossat noted the
unique situation in Italy which finds approx-
imately half of the tape volume captured by
“pirates.”

CBS Signs Production
Deal With New Company

LONDON — CBS has signed a long-term
world-wide production/licensing deal with
a new company set up by Peter Shelley and
Colin Robertson, according to Maurice
Oberstein, CBS managing director.

The new company will function as anin-
dependentrecord label, with Robetson and
Shelley being responsible for all creative
aspects. CBS will handle alt other functions.
Release are to appear through CBS but will
carry a special logo. In conjunction with the
production deal, an associated publishing
deal has been set up with April Music,

Both Robertson and Shelley were having
independent talks with Oberstein at the end
of last year, unaware of each others inten-
tions.Oberstein put the pair together and
the new company resulted. “He acted as a
marriage broker,” said Robertson.

Robertson is a successful impressario
based in Glasgow. In addition to owning
some of Glasgow's biggest nightspots, he
also manages the CBS act, The Dead End
Kids and new signers, Flying Squad.

Shelley was one of the creative forces
behind Magnet Records and produced
Alvin Stardust and Guys ‘N’ Dolls. He also
wrote “My Coo-Ca-Choo” and “Jealous
Mind.” Shelley leftMagnetin 1976 and went
on to form his own production company,
“Shelley Productions.” For the new label he
will be responsible for searching out,
writing for and producing talent.

About the new association, Robertson
said, “I am delighted that CBS marketing
and sales abilities will be behind us. Both
Peter and | are looking forward to what we
consider will be a fruitful relationship.’

In his address before the convention,
Trossat said that in the~past ten years,
Phonogram has concentrated most of its
efforts to marketing albums. Trossat said
that Phonogram had had difficulty in
creating a stable market for single sales.
The influence of occasional hits and fashion
trends were noted as factors of the in-
stability. Trossat continued that most pop-
ular festivals, such as San Remo Song
Festival, which are the best promoters of
singles, have lost mass appeal. In addition,
Trossat added. the size ofan album aids ar-
tistic expression of contemporary singer-
songwriters.

Trossat compared 1977 sales figures
with the results of the first half of 1978 and
made predictions based on the trends.
Classical music has improved its 1977
market share of 7 percent and is expected
to reach 12 percent in 1978. ltalian
domestic product which had a 49 percent
market share in 1977 is expected to remain
stable and reach 50 percent in 1378. Inter-
national product, Trossat predicted, would
lose two percentage points from its 1977
market share of 40 percent. The total Italian
market is expected to increase 13 percent
from the $160 million 1977 figure to approx-
imately $180 miilion in 1978.

‘Low Consumption’

Trossat noted that the record and tape
industry in Italy has not suffered greatly
during the political and economic crises
which has hurt other items in the field of
non-essential consumer goods. However,
Trossat added that low per capita con-
sumption was a major reason for the music
industry's protection against reduced
sales.

Trossat felt that Phonogram owed its
success to the constantimprovement of the
classical repertoire (Deutsche Gram-
mophon, Archiv Produktion, Philips); the
international catalogs (Charisma,
Chrysalis, Capricorn, RSO, Polydor, and
20th Century Fox, among others); and the
strength of national product, represented
by the success of Angelo Branduardi, An-
tonello Venditti, Roberto Vecchioni and
Musica Nova.

Following Trossat's address, Giorgio
Pertici, marketing manager, underlined
Phonogram’s success in the area of
national product stating that the company
had registered a 400 percent increase in
sales during the period in which the market
had increased 47 percent. Flora Broccheti,
tapes division manager, detailed a
program to fight “pirates” of tapes.

Sergio Lodi, president of the Consorzio
Communcazione Sonora and Divergo
Recs, and Gianni Sassi, president of
Cramps Recs, announced that they plan to
utilize the distribution network of

TORONTO — A proposed merger, which
would have combined the forces of the two
largest booking agencies in Canada August
1, has been cancelled.

Music Shoppe International and The
Agency planned to merge to form the
largest Canadian booking firm, with the in-
tention of pursuing an international profile,
by setting up shop in the United States
(Cash Box, July 22). But at a meeting July
13 in Toronto, friction developed between
the two parties, which led them to cancel
the agreement made two weeks earlier.

Strong Personality Clash

Clearly, the negating of the deal was due
to a strong personality clash between David
Bluestein, president of The Agency, and
Ron Scribner, president of Music Shoppe
International. Both admitted they had dif-
fering business approaches and
philosophies which would have been im-
possible to overcome in the long-run. But
staff morale at MSt was cited by Scribner as
another determinant factor.

“The deal would have been the end to our
present relationship with our employees,”
said Scribner. “A new incentive program
would have been set up, and it would have
called for some of our top executives
(Scribner mentioned vice presidents Peter
Kewley and Ralph Jolivet as examples) to
take pay cuts of between $15,000 to $25.-

But Bluestein disagreed strongly with
Scribner’s opinion."We were intending to

Scribner
hopes to come to a new agreement with
SRO president Ray Danniels upon his
return from Europe.

‘Nickel And Dimey’

Scribner accused Bluestein of becoming
“nickel and dimey” in his negotiations with
the new staff. “The morale of my staff at
Music Shoppe has hit an all-time low. Sales
slumped badly during the two weeks
following the announcement of the
arrangement. People were worried about
their jobs, and were apprehensive about
what would be the outcome of the merger.
Quite frankly, everyone was worried about
the awesome potential of the company.
They were satisfied with the set up as it
was."”

Bluestein blames Scribner for "“cutting

his own throat. At the (July 13) meeting,
several of his staff told me they had not
agreed with the way the new venture was
directing itself. | had assumed that when
Scribner and | made the deal, and ex-
plained it to our staffs, they would be forced
to take it or leave it. Apparently. this wasn't
s0.”
Scribner said that Blustein's approach to
business was '‘too autocratic. | am
democratic with my business. | believe in
keeping my staff happy.” As for Bluestein,
he commented, ““| thought | could work with
anybody. Obviously, | was wrong.

album, Foreigner found itself under a lot of
pressure to deliver a strong second album.
But rather than stick to exactly the same
format that produced the smash first
album, Jones and McDonald brought in
Keith Olsen to co-produce.

‘Well Rehearsed’

“The first LP was all very well rehearsed
going in to the studio,” remembers
McDonald, “but we were so busy on the
road we didn't have nearly as much time to
prepare for the second album. Fortunately,
the success of the first album allowed us to
take all the time we needed in the studio for
‘Double Vision’.”

The group believesitachieved a different
sound on “Double Vision” than on
“Foreigner” although some critics have
suggested that the difference is not
substantial.

"Wedidn'ttry and cutthe first album over
again,” says Gramm. “But we were confi-
dent thatthis LP would be as good because
we treated it like another first album in the
care we put into it."”

Common Threads

Still there are similarities in the two
albums. After pointing out the differences,
McDonald also sees commaon threads run-
ning through the music on the two multi-
platinum discs.

“The music is easy to grasp,” notes
McDonaid. “But the more you hear it, the
more you hear how wz've worked on the
arrangements. It's not really that simple.”

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band only has a limited amount of time, and
now is our time.

Letter To The Editor

Records can be played over and over
again. But a broken record is useless. If a
record is not treated and cared for
properly, the fragile plastic can become
worn and split. Handled with care, treated
occasionally, and stored in the proper
place, records can last for years.

Thus, the major record companies have
assumed that the jukebox industry would
be there, with the sales outlet and artist ex-
posure necessary to produce a hit. But
because of a “take-it-for-granted” attitude,
the perspective between record companies
and jukebox operators is becoming a
“broken record.”

Record companies obviously spend
more resources on catering to the radio
broadcasting industry. In all likelihood
temptation to do this is an outgrowth of
rapid, direct return on sales via airwave
record promotion.

Yet, record companies should realize
that a healthy, prosperous jukebox industry
is in their best interests. It can be debated
that, still, the jukebox industry rivals the
broadcasters in terms of creating suc-
cessful record promotion and sales. True,
the record companies are more interested
in selling LPs as opposed to the 45-single.
But how many LPs have been sold on the
strength of a jukebox hit single?

As most corporate execs of the big
record firms drift away from the jukebox
scene, their industry “needle” seems to be
wearing the jukebox operator thin. The
astute, progressive recording company
execs will re-discover the potential in the
jukebox industry. There are many occa-
sions when our industry has some vital
ideas about creating a “hit” record. Yet,
some of the chief execs always seem to be
holed up in their “plastic tower”instead of
making themselves available through the
phone or mail, or a personal interview. With
more than 500,000 jukeboxes nationally,
record firms should realize that the key to a
hit record, can be achieved by a sale to
each and every jukebox operator. Because
of the insensitivity by most record com-
panies to the individual jukebox operator,
the grooves of this disc need to be recut.

IN MACHINE
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Joint Bally-Midway School
Gives In-Depth Service Tips

CHICAGO — Since its inception in 1976,
the combined Baliy-Midway service school
series has been a foremost vehicle in help-
ing operators to better understand the
complexities of solid-state technology. The
recent three-day session at the Howard
Johnson’s here was no exception.

The first day's session on Monday, July
17 was conducted by Bally's field service
manager, Bernie Powers, and detailed the
operation theory behind the electronic pin-
ball system, including the factory’s new
sound module. Powers was assisted by
colleagues Jack O'Donnell, Gene Williams
and Chuck Wellestat.

Equipment used during the session,
which ran from 9:00 am to 6:00 pm. in-
cluded “Strikes and Spares,” “Mata Hari"
and “Lost World.'

On Tuesday, the seminar participants
were divided into four workshop groups for
“hands on” troubleshooting exercises un-
der the direction of the fourinstructors. The
four sessions covered microprocessors,
lamp drive and power supply, voltage
regulators and display problems.

Midway Session
The Midway class on Wednesday was

conducted by service manager Andy
Ducay, who was assisted by Steve Horve.
The session was devoted primarily to
Seawolf II's new processor system. There
was also a guest presentation on test
equipment by Jim Snead of Kurz-Kash.

Thorough Presentation

Commenting on the session, Powers
noted that the combined schools give
operators a thorough presentation on
solid-state theory and troubleshooting.
“The schools we have in Chicago go into
much more depth than the seminars held at
distributors,” he said, “because we have a
full staff on hand as well as an unlimited
supply of games, parts and logic boards.”

At the end of the session, according to
Powers, operators should be familiar with
“every aspect of electronic pinball game
technology.” He added, “on the road it
would be impossible to give such an in-
depth presentation because of the difficulty
in transporting personnel and equipment.”

Attendance for the combined Bally-
Midway schools, which are held twice a
year in Chicago, limited to 110 persons. The
next school is slated for Jan. 1979.

unfair competition, false advertising,
breach of contract, fraud, interference with
contractual relations and interference with
prospective economic advantage.

Besides charging UA Records, Mogull
and Rubinstein of having failed to deliver
more than 580,000 albums per their con-
tract with Jet, the suit alleges that more than
70 percent of the 1.5 million LPs tapes and
cassettes which were delivered were
“unacceptably idamaged” because they
were stored improperly. This constitutes a
breach of contract, the suit charges,
because UA Corp. "warranted that the in-
ventory was in ‘merchantable condition
subject to the normal wear and tear of
stored goods’.”

Motives

It further alleges that Transamerica and
UA Corp. conspired with UA Records,
Mogull and Rubinstein to induce UA Corp.
to breach its contract of sale with Jet; to
make Jet's performance under the contract
“more burdensome”; and to deprive Jet of
the benefits anticipated under the contract.

The plaintiffs claim one of the motives for
the defendants’ alleged conspiracy “was a
desire to ensure that Transamerica and UA
could report on their financial statements
that they had received full book value for
their interest in (the record division),
although in fact (its) fair value at all material
times was substantially less than its book

an important component of the consumer
information flow.”

Mansfield discussed the major in-
gredients of marketing at Columbia
Records, which include product manage-
ment, artist development, publicity and
promotion. He described how these com-
ponents, when combined with the proper
A&R material and an effective field staff,
supply the maximum marketing support for
Columbia product.

“The mission of Columbia Records
product management department,” he
said, “is to develop for all Columbia
releases merchandising programs that
support both artist requirements and CRU
sales and profit objectives.”

The role of artist development, ac-
cording to Mansfield, is "“the long-term
career development of the artist.” He ad-
ded that the department also acts as a
liaison between artists, managers and the
label's various other departments such as
sales and promotion.

Mansfield said the day-to-day opera-
tions of the publicity department are regar-
ded as an integral part of the overall
marketing operations at Columbia. “As the
marketplace has grown, press exposure of
both new and established artist has taken
on a competitive nature that was virtually
unknown in the industry just five years
ago,” he said.

Mansfield noted that white promaotion is
difficult to forecast because of the un-
predictable nature of radio, it is “a key in-
gredient to the success of record
marketing.”

CBS’ Nashvilie business is currently run-
ning 55 percent ahead of last year at this
time, according to Blackburn, who cited a
first quarter tape program and a second
quarter “Hot Ones” campaign as the
primary reasons for the increased perfor-
mance of the country music division.

Blackburn noted further that CBS will
have nine greatest hits releases from its top
country artists in time for the Christmas
season. These include albums by Johnny
Cash, Johnny Duncan, Johnny Paycheck,
Charlie Rich, Tammy Wynette, Marty Rob-
bins, Joe Stampley and Sonny James.

Commenting on the rapid growth of
country music in the last five years,
Blackburn pointed out that the number of
country formatted stations has risen from
764 to 1140 during the period, an increase
of 150 percent.

Taylor said that in the area of jazz, R&B
and progressive music, CBS Records holds
a commanding 25 percent share of the
market. “Iin the field of black music, one of
every four albums bought by consumers
around the country is the product of a CBS
Records artist,” he said.

Noting the recent additions of Barry
White and his Gold Unlimited record label
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and Marilyn McCoo and Billy Davis, Jr. to
the CBS fold, Taylor said his goal is “to ex-
tend our market share to 30 percent by the
end of the year.”

Much of Taylor's address was devoted to
a discussion of CBS Records* recently for-
med jazz and progressive music marketing
division, headed by director Vernon
Slaughter. “The key to the success of (this)
division is to always letthe music dictate the
direction of the marketing,” Taylor said.

Key Department

Martinovich, recently appointed head of
merchandising of CBS Records, described
the seven key departments under CBS
merchandising umbrella. They are: adver-
tising and creative services, packaging and
art design, advertising planning, customer
merchandising, marketing services,
merchandising planning and administra-
tion and college promotion.

While noting that impulse buying ac-
counts for about 35 percent of record and
tapes sold, Martinovich detailed various
developments in the area of point of
purchase display materials.

Martinovich went on to cite super-
posters, 4x4s, life-size displays, neon dis-
plays and audio visual cassettes as exam-
pies of innovative point of purchase
merchandising tools.

Each of the speakers relied heavily on
music/slide presentations to maximize the
effectiveness of their speeches.
