It was only a year ago when the shocking news of 

Elvis Presley's death rocked the nation and world. 
Presley died August 16, 1977, but in many ways the 
king of rock 'n' roll is very much alive. 

Today Elvis' presence continues to survive for 
both fans and the music industry. RCA Records has 
designated August as Elvis month and numerous 
radio stations are programming specials about the 
late singer. Robert Hilburn of the Los Angeles Times 
has requested readers to send in their favorite Elvis 
songs, while other newspapers such as the Chicago 
Tribune and the Atlanta Journal are planning 
special commemorative inserts. 

Adoring fans continue their vigil outside Presley's 
Memphis mansion and his records, while not 
reaching the fantastic proportions at the height of 

his career, still rack up brisk sales. 
In early September, Col. Tom Parker and Vernon 

Presley, Elvis' father, will host a 10 -day ex- 
travaganza entitled "Always Elvis." It will include 
memorabilia displays at the Las Vegas Hilton, a con- 
tinuing Elvis film festival and the unveiling by Barron 
Hilton of a life-size statute of Elvis in recognition of 
his contributions to the entertainment world. Cap- 
ping the event will be the premier of a multi- 
dimensional show, "Always Elvis," presented by 
Jerry Weintraub and Concerts West, to be held at 
the Hilton where Presley performed exclusively in 
Vegas. 

These and many other activities across the nation 
stand as a fitting memorial to the man and his music.

Music, Marketing Showcased 
As CBS Convention Wraps Up 
LOS ANGELES - The final two days of the 
CBS Records convention were reserved for 
commentary from chief executives 
representing Columbia and Epic/Por- 
trait/Associated Labels as well as a discus- 
sion of CBS' Central Core Marketing 
system. 

Don Dempsey, senior vice president and 
general manager, kicked off the E/P/A 
presentation on Thursday, July 27 by say- 
ing that record labels, like artists, should 
not be categorized. 

Commercially Viable 
According to Dempsey, labels "must not 

be conceived as being so particularly adept 
in one area of music" that it hinders their 
ability to expand into other commercially 
viable musical areas. "To be truly suc- 
cessful in today's music business," he said, 
"you must allow your ears to stretch out and 
be recéptive in order that our A&R depart- 
ments receive valid radio and consumer 
signals." 

After recapping E/P/A's recent success 
in breaking new artists such as Meat Loaf 
and Cheap Trick, Dempsey concluded that, 
"A record company depends on the same 
talent and creativity, in a marketing sense, 
from its people as it does, in a musical 
sense, from its artists." 

Tony Martell, vice president and general 
manager, CBS Associated Labels, noted 
that while the company had acquired 
numerous labels in recent years and would 
continue its aggressive acquisition policy, 
"Our primary growth has always been and 
will continue to be derived from developing 
and establishing the artists we have on our 
present labels." 

With the Associated Labels entering the 
convention with their best six-month sales 
record ever as well as four gold albums, 
four platinum albums, one double platinum 
album and four gold single certifications, 
Martell went on to predict that 1978 would

Columbia Ups Disc Pressing 
Price By 11/2e Per 12" -Record 

by Randy Lewis 
LOS ANGELES - Columbia Record 
Productions, (CRP) the record pressing 
division of CBS Records, has raised its 
price of pressing a record by 11/2 cents per 
12 -inch disc effective August 7. 

In a letter to accounts dated July 19, CRP 
cited as reasons for the price hike recent in- 
creases in the costs of labor, raw materials, 
paper and utilities. The price for the 
minimum number of records CRP will press 
now stands at 47'/2 cents each, including 
record sleeve, shrink wrap and the carton it 
packed in. That price decreases with larger 
orders. An increase of 1/2 cent per 7 -inch 
disc also goes into effect Aug. 7. 

While the cost of materials has been go- 
ing up steadily in the past year, part of the 
reason for the pressing increase coming is 
at this time is viewed as a reflection of the 
settlement of the strike at CRP's Pitman, 
N.J. plant and the current paper strike in 
California, which is expected to drive up the 
cost of paper when it ends. 

According to a CBS spokesman, "The 
cost of labor is going up and there have 
been recent announcements that the price 
of PVC (polyvinyl chloride), paper and 
cardboard would be going up. At the time of 
the (Pitman) strike, we suggested there 
would be a price increase in the near 
future." 

A spokesman for Pickwick's Keel 
Manufacturing Division, which presses an 
estimated 30 million records per year, said 
their last price increase came in February 
of this year, but said another hike "may be 
imminent." 

"As far as we are concerned, we are in a 
strongly inflationary period, in that during 
the course of the last couple of years we 
have experienced numerous PVC price in- 
creases. In terms of paper products, such 
as paper bags (sleeves) which go inside the 
jackets, the paper on which the label is 
printed, printing ink all the way down to the 
white cotton gloves our inspectors use to 
inspect the finished product, all of those 
costs have moved. And in many cases," the 
spokesman said, "they have increased 
substantially. 

"So we are in a strongly inflationary 
period and as such it is necessary to pass 
on these cost increases to our customers," 
the Keel spokesman said. 

An official at Century Pressers, a small 
custom pressing plant which is also one of 
the major suppliers of vinyl compounds, 
commented, "(The price of) vinyl com- 
pound has not gone up at this point, but 
there are so many other things involved. 
The price of records would have to be in- 
creased to take care of those extra costs. 
I'm pleased to hear that CBS has done it." 

Frisoli Sees 235% Sales Rise

Going It Alone After Leaving A Hit Group 
Poses Many Problems In Artist Development 

by Aaron Fuchs 
NEW YORK - Leaving a successful group 
to begin a solo career can be a risky 
proposition. A few years ago, the Spinners 
and Harold Melvin and the Blue Notes were 
a couple of the hottest groups around, 
racking up hit after hit on the pop and soul 
charts. The success of both groups was due 
in no small measure to the talents of their 
lead singers, the Blue Notes' Teddy Pen- 
dergrass and the Spinners' Phillipe Wynne. 
Yet, when both elected to pursue solo 
careers about a year ago, Pendergrass 
went straight to the top, while Wynne hit 
rock bottom. 

There's no single way to chart the course 
of an artist who sets out on his own. A Cash 
Box survey of managers and artist develop- 
ment staffers reveals that guiding a solo 
career requires a strategy that is as in- 
dividual as the artist. The plan must answer 
a lot of questions. For example, is the artist 
prepared to rise or fall on his own merits 
without group members to fall back on if 
things go wrong? Is the artist prepared to 
begin his career again if he has not 
emerged from the group as a full-blown 
star? Can the manager effectively utilize the 
old group identification when it can help 
and avoid it when it can hinder? 

Art For Arts Sake 
An artist who goes solo may elect not to 

pursue commercial success. Such an artist 
is drummer Roger Glover. Formerly of 
Deep Purple, "Roger had no intentions of 
becoming a touring artist," said Bryce 

Payne, his manager, "His mainstay is 
producing and writing. He doesn't want to 
have a band and has no intentions of 
becoming a touring artist. And when he 
does an occasional solo album, it's not very 
commercial. He just has his own message 
to give people, and there's not much you 
can give him. He just doesn't want to know." 

However, the overwhelming majority of 
artists who break with groups to pursue 
solo careers intend to become commer- 
cially successful. This must be considered 
in devising a strategy for the artist. Of 
course, there's no problem if the artist 
already has a solo reputation, whether it

this year's volume would exceed 1977 sales 
by 235%. 

It appears that Polygram is anticipating 
domestic sales figures in the neighborhood 
of $450 million to $500 million, based on 
Polygram's sales for 1977, which Frisoli 
said were in the $150 million range. In ad- 
dition, Frisoli suggested that Polygram's 
phenomenal growth for the first seven 
months of 1978 would be "further 
magnified for the next five months." 

'Championship Season' 
Polygram's self-styled "championship 

season" theme was further emphasized as 
Jon Peisinger, vice president of marketing 
development for Polygram, introducted the 
"World Of Music" fall marketing program. 
Designed as an across-the-board discount 
catalog program for all of Polygram's dis- 
tributed labels, Peisinger said the program 
was also intended as an "image enhancer" 
for Polygram within the industry. 

"This is the first time the company has 
had the manpower and resources to launch 
such a widescale program," Peisinger said, 
"and we're taking advantage of it." The 
marketing program, he continued, was 
meant "to stand up in comparison to 
anything our competition has put together 
in the past." 

The inclusion of Polygram's classical 
labels in the fall program, Pelsinger said, 
"was probably one of its most significant 
aspects." The company's Philips, Deutsche 
Grammophon, Archive, and Mercury 
Golden Imports labels had not been in- 
cluded in a comprehensive sales program 
in five years, Peisinger revealed, and, he 
added, Polygram hoped to "make the 
retailer and, ultimately, the customer more 
aware of their significance." 

New Facility 
Among the other developments at 

Polygram's summer management meeting, 
Jack Kiernan, vice president of sales, an- 
nounced a new distribution facility which is 
expected to open In the near future in 
Edison, New Jersey, and Rob Singer, na- 
tional merchandising manager, discussed

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NARM Initiates 
Bar Coding Study 

by Randy Lewis 
LOS ANGELES -A study to evaluate the 
potential uses and benefits of bar coding to 
the record industry was commissioned by a 
NARM bar coding committee last week at a 
special meeting in Chicago. 

The results of that study, according to 
Joe Cohen, executive vice president of 
NARM, will be presented in a manual to 
NARM membership most likely by the end 
of the year. With this report, Cohen said, 
various retailers, rack jobbers and other 
record merchandisers will be able to better 
judge what the costs and benefits of bar 
coding are for their particular operations. 

The bar coding committee was chaired 
by Lewis Kwiker, president of the Music 
Stop chain, and consisted of label 
representatives Russ Bach, of War- 
ner/Elektra/Altantic Corp., Paul Smith, of 
CBS Records, and Art Whitmore of Polydor 
Records. Retail members of the committee 
were Dave Crockett, of Father's & Sun's, 
Lee Hartstone, of Integrity Entertainment 
(which owns and operates Wherehouse, 
Hits -For -All and Big Ben stores), and John 
Cohen of Disc Records. 

Boston Associates, an independent con- 
sulting firm which has had previous deal- 
ings with the record industry and bar 
coding, was selected by the committee 
from four such companies interviewed to 
conduct the study. 

Two Objectives 
The study, according to Kwiker, is one of 

two objectives of the bar coding committee. 
The other was to organize an audio-visual 
presentation on bar coding which is to be 
given at the annual NARM convention next 
March. 

Additionally, Cohen said, once the 
manual has been circulated and NARM 
members have had time to digest it, they 
will be polled, via a questionnaire, to deter- 
mine what portion of the merchandising in- 
dustry Intends to implement bar coding.

Pickwick Entrance Into L.A. 
Distribution`Hectic' ButQuick

LOS ANGELES - The first few days of 
operation as an independent distributor in 
Los Angeles have been "hectic" for 
Pickwick International, but the transition 
has been accomplished quickly and ef- 
ficiently, according to Jack Bernstein, head 
of Pickwick's distribution division. 

As of August 2, the L.A. branch of M.S. 
Distributing became Pickwick's entry into 
the California market as a distributor (Cash 
Box, Aug. 5). Although Bernstein said 
Pickwick is interested in handling lines in 
addition to those formerly distributed by 
M.S., he indicated the major effort so far 
has gone into changing the operation into a 
Pickwick branch. 

"One of the advantages of Pickwick," 
Bernstein said, "is that we can come in with 
a task force of well -qualified, trained peo- 
ple, throw them in and teach everybody 
how we do things. If we didn't have that, 
maybe this place wouldn't be ready for 
another week or two." 

As predicted prior to Pickwick's acquisi- 
tion of M.S., all former M.S. personnel in the 
Los Angeles branch will be retained and 
retrained as Pickwick employees. 

He said most of the alterations which will 
be made in the former M.S. facilities will be 
of a procedural nature, rather than possible 
physical changes in the building. 

"M.S. had a good -size facility. It is more 
than adequate and it will meet our needs. 

Phonogram Sets 
Promotion Cony. 
LOS ANGELES - Carrying a theme of the 
"Phonogram Star Flight," Phonogram, Inc., 
will hold its national promotion convention 
at the Marriott Lincolnshire hotel outside of 
Chicago on August 11-13. In addition to 
national, regional and local promotion 
managers, staffs from the sales, publicity, 
A&R and production areas will also be 
represented. 

The convention will begin Friday night, 
August 11 with a barbecue, with actual 
business sessions starting Saturday morn- 
ing with opening remarks by Charlie Fach, 
executive vice president/general manager 
of Phonogram, and Lou Simon, senior vice 
president/director of marketing. Also on 
Saturday will be presentations by 
representatives from Phonogram's 
associated labels: De -Lite, DJM, Lone Star, 
and Monument Records. This will be 
followed by a preview of Phonogram's 
August album releases along with a look at 
the label's upcoming fall LPs. 

Saturday evening will feature a perfor- 
mance by newly signed Mercury artist 
Fonda Feingold as well as the convention's 
traditional banquet. The convention will 
conclude with business sessions on Sun- 
day covering the entire spectrum of promo- 
tion. 

One of the plusses in negotiating the M.S. 
deal was that the physical place was the 
size we needed to run a good dis- 
tributorship," Bernstein said. 

Receivables 
While the physical transition was com-

Peaches Boycotts 
Indie Distributors 
LOS ANGELES - "Pickwick is going to find 
it very tough to be a distributor here," says 
Frank Miko, vice president of L.A.-based 
Nehi Corp., commenting on the recent ac- 
quisition of M.S. Distributing by Pickwick in 
Los Angeles. Nehi, which owns the Peaches 
retail chain, has initiated a nationwide 
boycott of the independent label product 
distributed through Pickwick. 

"Since Pickwick has a retail operation," 
says Miko, referring to the Pickwick -owned 
Musicland chain, "they can't expect other 
retail operations to buy from their distribu- 
tion. We won't buy from our competitor just 
as Sears doesn't buy from Montgomery 
Ward." 

Peaches' boycott of independent dis- 
tributors is not limited to Pickwick. The 28 - 
chain is currently not promoting any 
independently -distributed product 
throughout the country. 

"We're having problems with indepen- 
dent distribution around the country," says 
Miko. "Many feel we are invading their 
territory when actually all we are doing is 
waking up the marketplace." 

Miko indicated that credit issues were at 
stake in its dealings with one distributor. 

"We were dealing with Record Merchan- 
dising for a short period of time but we are 
too big for them. They had an especially low 
credit limit on us." 

Peaches plans to continue to boycott in- 
definitely, according to Miko, who indicated 
that it was up to the independent labels to 
work out a solution. 

"It's unfortunate that the labels are 
caught in this. We have had a good 
relationship. We are just trying to put a little 
pressure so they'll do something about it. 
We've taken the stand that it's their 
problem." 

Mushroom Plans 
1st Annual Cony. 
LOS ANGELES - Mushroom Records has 
scheduled its first annual international 
sales convention for September 14-17, to 
be held at an undisclosed location dubbed 
by the label as the "Isle of Mushroom." The 
convention will combine business meetings 
and recreation, plus entertainment from 
three Mushroom artists. 

One business meeting is planned per 
day, including a meeting geared toward 
sales and marketing, plus one focusing 
upon promotion. Shelly Siegel, vice presi- 
dent and general manager of Mushroom, 
stressed that the purpose of the convention 
will be multifold and comes at a peak period 
of growth for the label. "Although the 
overall tone of the event is very relaxed, 
with one in-depth session and speaker per 
day, we will be mapping out our expansion 
plans as well as announcing the signing of 
new acts," he said.

Foxy 
Foxy is the product of Miami's dynamic 

"melting pot" - a blend of musical in- 
fluences as diverse as New Orleans jazz, 
Jamaican reggae, Latin salsa, rock and 
soul. And with its second LP, titled "Get 
Off," the group ably demonstrates its eclec- 
tic interests. 

In 1959, five of the group's six Cuban - 
born members sailed to Florida, where the 
growing Cuban community kept their 
native traditions alive, filling their 
households with the music of Benny More, 
Tito Puente, and other Latin stars. In this 
environment, Arnold Passero, Charlie Mur- 
ciano, Ish Ledesma, Joe Galeo, and Richie 
Puente were exposed to the musical 
heritage that sparked their pulsating 
sound. 

But even before the individual members 
had arrived stateside, the music of Elvis 
Presley had taken Cuba by storm. And with 
the "British Invasion" of 1963, the group 
was further Influenced by the sound of the 
Beatles and the Rolling Stones. 

As their families struggled to begin a new 
life, the future members of the group taught 
themselves to speak English and play 
music. Charlie Murciano, for Instance, lear- 
ned "Pipeline" on an old box guitar. He later 
switched to plano, sax, and flute. 

Arnold Passero started playing bass, 
"listening to records and figuring out where 
my fingers belonged. In two weeks I knew 
30 songs." 

Throughout high school and college, the 
individual members played in show groups 
and Latin bands around Miami. Disco 
music, still an underground movement at 
the time, had yet to explode in Miami, where 
it would become a focal point for American 
music. Ish Ledesma, Foxy's lead guitarist, 
began to get restless. 

"I spent three years with hard-headed 
musicians who were lagging behind the 
times," he said. "I stopped to gather my 
thoughts and decided to call Ritchie." 

Ritchie Puente, the group's per- 
cussionist, had grown up in New York as "a 
show biz kid," performing with his father, 
Tito Puente, at the age of eight. "I was four 
when I got a fake drum kit," he said. "It 
fooled me for awhile, but eventually I put my 
head through the set and tossed it off the 
roof." 

Drummer Joe Galdo, who has been 
called a "Dictionary of Rhythm," said that 
the band secured their contract with TK 
through the "mysterious hand of fate.' He, 
Ledesma, Puente, Paslero and Murciano 
had come together as a rhythm section at 
TK headquarters, and at night they'd 
' creep like rats into the studio to cut 
demos," according to Joe. Foxy released 
their first single, "Get Off Your Aahh And 
Dance," in the summer of 1976. The in- 
strumental scored high on the disco hit 
parade, highlighted by energetic conga 
breaks and flute riffs. Their first album, 
titled "Foxy," was released by the following 
winter. 

With the addition of lead vocalist Carl 
Driggs, the group scored their second hit 
single, "The Way You Do The Things You 
Do," upon the release of their "Get Off" LP 
last July. Driggs, who had been a driving 
force in the group Kracker (the band 
opened the Rolling Stones' 1973 European 
tour), had met with TK producer Cory 
Wade, who suggested that the singer meet 
with Foxy. "The group has really given me 
confidence in my singing and writing 
abilities," Carl said. "I've never been in such 
a fabulous group." 

Evelyn King 
Evelyn "Champagne" King is an 18 -year 

old who has seen "Saturday Night Fever" 
seven times, loves John Travolta, has a 
fascination for Laundromats and a crazy 
urge to drive her mo-ped in the 
treacherous, pothole -riddled streets of 
New York. "Champagne" is also a compell- 
ing, new singer whose disco smash 
"Shame" Is bulleting in the Top 20 of the 
Cash Box Top 100 Singles Chart. 

Born in the Bronx, King entered the 
world blowing a large spit bubble which 
gave her mother the inspiration to coin the 
nickname "Bubbles," RCA, upon signing 
King in Dec, 1976 decided that King's 
longtime nickname was not a gracious im- 
age for the young, enthusiastic singer. 
Hence, King's stage name was ap- 
propriately changed to "Champagne" 
which is also know for Its bubbly qualities. 

One of seven children, "Champagne" 
was nurtured by a strong family life. "If 
there is one thing I would like to do," says 
King, "it is to take my whole family out on 
the road with me." 

In fact, the King family is used to the 
rigors of the music world. Erick King, 
"Champagne's" father, was a stand-in 
musician at the Apollo Theater in New York 
when Buddy Holly made his appearance at 
the club. 

"Champagne's" uncle, Avon Long, the 
original "Sportin' Life" in "Porgy and Bess" 
and a lead in the Broadway musical "Bubbl- 
ing Brown Sugar" also played an important 
role in "Champagne's" development. 

Having moved to Philadelphia, King 
joined a local group, Volume 1, and per- 
formed at Philly nightspots. King also atten- 
ded West Philly High School and on occa- 
sion worked as a part-time janitress at 
Philadelphia International's recording 
studios. That part-time job led to her dis- 
covery by producer Theodore Life. 

"One night, I was singing as I was clean- 
ing in the studio," says King. "T. Life came 
in and heard me and said, 'Come here 
mouse,' and I said, 'what do you want rat.' 
He really liked the way I sang." 

One thing led to another and after work- 
ing with Life's Galaxy Productions, King 
was signed to RCA. "Smooth Talk," her first 
album, produced by Life, was released in 
August 1977. The first single,"Dancin', Dan- 
cin', Dancin' " failed to attract much excit- 
ment. However, once discos discovered 
"Shame," the album began to spark atten- 
tion. A collection of R&B ballads and up - 
tempo disco tunes, the album Is Top 10 on 
the CB R&B album chart and firmly es- 
tablished in the Top 40 of the pop album 
chart. 

The fame accompanying a hit record 
changed the course of "Champagne's" life. 
Because of some subtle and not so subtle 
resentments among her classmates and 
teachers, "Champagne" was forced to 
leave high school and seek private tutors. 
The King's home in Philadelphia was van- 
dalized. Tired of the harassment, the family 
moved to upper Manhattan. 

Being recognized on the street is an in- 
creasingly familiar experience for "Cham- 
pagne" but she shrugs off the curiosity of 
others. As she puts it, "I am not a star as far 
as I'm concerned. I'm still 'Bubbles.' " 

Immediate plans call for King to tour with 
the Dramatics for several dates and then 
join the O'Jays tour. TV appearances are 
slated for Aug. 26 on "American Bands- 
tand" and Sept. 4 on a new show, "Hot 
City." 

Klemmer Slates Solo Sax 
LP Follow-up To `Arabesque'

LOS ANGELES - "I like to take chances. 
That's how you make art and hit records," 
says John Klemmer, saxophonist, com- 
poser and long-time jazz innovator. "I love 
making records, it is something I will do for 
the rest of my life." 

At 32, Klemmer has recorded 14 albums 
and explored many different musical ap- 
proaches from bebop, mainstream jazz, 
electronic interpretations and melodic pop 
to his current fascination with Latin 
rhythms. 

Because of the variety of his approaches 
to his instrument, Klemmer has recently 
pursued several distinctly different pro- 
jects. Several months ago, he released his 
new album, "Arabesque." Upcoming pro- 
jects include another studio album, slated 
to be cut in August and the release in Oc- 
tober of a solo saxophone album tentatively 
titled, "Cry." 

Abandoned Electronics 
On "Arabesque," Klemmer abandoned 

the use of the echoplex and other electronic 
effects which were an integral part of his 
playing for the past nine years. The album 
marks a new direction with its extensive use 
of Brazilian and Latin rhythms. 

"I don't feel an affinity for R&B or rock," 
says Klemmer, "I had explored many other 
areas and felt satisfied but Latin is a wide 
open space for me. It feels good to work 
with a band and my playing is more 
aggressive and out front." 

However, Klemmer has not totally aban- 
doned the use of electronics which has 
helped revolutionize the face of jazz. 

"On my solo album, 'Cry,' I continue to 
use the echoplex. To me, the use of elec- 
tronics is like playing an instrument. The 
potential seems unlimited. 

"The 'Cry' album has a meditational 
quality to it. I have been recording it over a 
period of years and I listen to it when I want 
to cool out. 

"I stopped using the echoplex on 
'Arabesque' because I needed a rest and 
also because the Latin rhythms provoked 
me to play in a different manner." 

In addition to exploring different musical 
approaches with and without band and 
electronics, Klemmer notes the contrasting 
nature of live shows and records. 

'Communication' 
"Live shows and records are completely 

different. A show is a short term com- 
munication and I try to pull the listener into 
my search for direction. We explore 
together. I believe in drama. With 
recordings, the aim is to make a product 
that can be played again and again." 

Of utmost concern to Klemmer is "the 
song." One tune from "Arabesque" entitled 
"Walk In Love," which he co -wrote with 

John Klemmer 
David Batteau, recently reached #1 in 
Sweden in a rendition by Manhattan 
Transfer. Klemmer feels that many contem- 
porary jazz musicians are forgetting the im- 
portance of "song" in a search for pop ac- 
ceptance.

20th Fox Reports 
NewQuarterHigh; 
Record Div. Down 
LOS ANGELES - 20th Century Fox Film 
Corporation has reported record second 
quarter operating earnings and revenues, 
but figures show that sales in the com- 
pany's record and music publishing divi- 
sion were down 26 percent compared to the 
same quarter last year. 

A $2.1 million operating loss was posted 
by the music and publishing division in the 
second quarter. At midyear, the division's 
loss was slightly more than $2.1 million, as 
compared with last year's $820,000 loss in 
the first half. The second quarter loss was 
due to "reduced income from fewer than 
anticipated albums in release, along with 
increased recording costs," according to a 
written statement released by the com- 
pany. 

The corporation as a whole reported ear- 
nings of $15.5 million or $1.98 per share for 
the quarter, compared with $5.8 million or 
76 cents per share for the second quarter of 
1977. For the first half of 1978, the company 
reported net earnings of $32.9 million or 
$4.16 per share, compared to $8.4 million 
or $1.10 per share for the same period last 
year. 

Revenues for the second quarter of 1978 
increased to $149.2 million from $100.5 
million in 1977. First half 1978 revenues 
totaled $308.1 against $190.1 million last 
year.

'Sgt. Pepper' Picture Disc Is 
Focus Of Capitol Campaign 

By Dale Kawashima 
LOS ANGELES - In response to the 
renewed popularity in the works of the 
Beatles brought forth primarily by the 
release of the Paramount motion picture, 
"Sgt. Peppers' Lonely Hearts Club Band," 
Capitol Records is releasing four 
repackaged, limited edition albums by the 
Beatles. The albums, which carry a list price 
of $15.98 are set for release on Aug 14. 

In conjunction with the release, Capitol is 
launching an extensive merchandising and 
promotional campaign that will focus upon 
not only the four forthcoming albums, but 
the entire Beatles Capitol catalog. 

Highlighting the releases is the "Sgt. 
Pepper" picture disc version of the original 
album first released in 1967. The disc 
features a four-color photograph of the 
original "Sgt. Pepper" cover artwork 
pressed into the disc's "A" side and an 
enlarged photograph of the Sgt. Pepper 
marching bass drum head logo pressed 
into its "B" side. 

Dan Davis, vice president, creative and 
publicity division, said the label's idea for 
the "Sgt. Pepper" picture disc was influen- 
ced by the label's strong success with its 
picture disc of Bob Welch's "French Kiss" 
album. "The picture disc has been available 
for some time, but it has generally been 
used as a promotional tool, and not for 
marketing purposes," said Davis. 
"However, the 'French Kiss' picture disc, 
which we used strictly as a promotional 
item, was so phenomenally received by 
people in the record industry that we felt 
that the utilization of the picture disc would 
also be an excellent idea for consumer pur- 
poses. So we decided to make the 'Sgt. 
Pepper' picture disc available to the public. 
Initially, we are pressing 60,000 copies of 
the picture disc. 

"Obviously, our decision to launch the 
Capitol 'Sgt. Pepper' campaign was in- 
fluenced by the release of the 'Sgt. Pepper' 
movie," added Davis. "But it is also impor- 
tant to note that the Beatles' catalog, par- 
ticularly 'Sgt. Pepper,' has always been a 
major catalog item for us." 

In addition to the "Sgt. Pepper" picture 
disc, Capitol will release special limited 
colored vinyl editions of three double - 
pocket Beatles albums that will also be 
available to consumers. The albums are: 
"The Beatles" (aka the White album), 
pressed in white vinyl; "The Beatles 1962- 
66," pressed in blue vinyl and "The Beatles 
1967-70," pressed in red vinyl. Each of the 
red, white and blue albums will sport 
stickers identifying them as limited edition 
pressings. 

In order to equitably allocate the limited 
edition Beatles albums to its retail ac- 
counts, Capitol's sales department will 
base its distribution to Capitol's branches 
on the percentage of annual business each 
branch does. The label's branches will use 
the same percentage -of -business criteria 
for allocation to its various accounts.

Carol Hall Has Broadway Hit 
With 'Best Little Whorehouse'

NEW YORK - Carol Hall, who wrote the 
music and lyrics for the current Broadway 
hit, "The Best Little Whorehouse In Texas," 
insists that the musical's subject matter is 
not at all risqur'. "Our subject isn't really 
whores and whoring," she said in a recent 
interview. "Our subject is hypocrisy. That's 
why we wrote the show ... The musical is 
about a kind of hypocrisy that's so ab- 
solutely with us that the networks to this 
minute will not say 'The Best Little 
Whorehouse In Texas.' " 

The show's book is based on the story of 
the infamous brothel which came to be 
known as "The Chicken Ranch of La 
Grange, Texas," and was reputedly fre- 
quented by many of the state's leading 
politicians and law enforcers. Hall, who 
grew up in the Lone Star State, had long 
known about the Chicken Ranch; she had 
also known fellow Texans Larry L. King and 
Peter Masterson, the book's co-authors, for 
some time before Masterson suggested 
that they write a musical about the brothel. 

"Pete had read an article which Larry had

Demo Seminar 
LOS ANGELES - The National Academy 
of Recording Arts and Sciences (NARAS) 
recently conducted a seminar on the sub- 
ject of "What Recording Companies Look 
For In Demonstration Tapes." More than 
300 people attended the seminar, which 
was held at the University of Illinois Chicago 
Circle Campus auditorium and featured 
several guest speakers. 

The NARAS' seminar panel was 
moderated by Universal Recording Cor- 
poration president Murray Allen, who an- 
nounced that the Chicago Federation of 
Musicians is about to approve special low 
rates for demo sessions in the Chicago 
area. 

"Local musicians are for the lower rates," 
Allen said. "Not only will the new rates cut 
the costs of making a demo, but they will in- 
crease your chances of getting some of the 
top local musicians for a reasonable fee." 

The NARAS panel addressed itself to the 
variety of methods a demo tape can attract 
the attention of music publishers, record 
producers and record company A&R of- 
ficials. Speakers supplying information 
regarding demos included Mike Kosser, 
Ovation Records' national A&R director for 
country music in Nashville, Cliff Burnstein, 
head of Mercury/Phonogram's punk rock 
label, Blank Records, singer/songwriter 
Corky Siegel and vocalist Vicki Hubly.

That LP, which she said "broke a 
great many barriers" with its "non-sexist" 
concept, was certified gold and became the 
basis for an Em my Award -winning TV 
show. Later, Hall wrote lyrics for Sesame 
Street, published a book called "I Been 
There," and composed the musical, "Won- 
derful Beast," which ran last season at La 
Mama, an off-Broadway theatre. 

"Little Whorehouse" has earned Hall two 
Drama Desk Awards for Outstanding New 
Musical Score and Outstanding New 
Musical Lyrics. In addition, Universal Pic- 
tures, which backed the show from the 
beginning, may soon make it into a film, and

"Still The Same" was a Top 5 record on the CB 
pop chart and this follow-up single from the 
"Stranger In Town" album is also likely to rise to 
the top. A solid rocker about a Hollywood 
romance, the track features a commanding beat, 
piano fills, driving guitar work and excellent lead 
and backing vocals. Well -suited to AOR, Top 40. 

ROBIN GIBE (RSO 907) 
Oh! Darling (3:29) (Maclen - BMI) (J. Lennon/P. 
McCartney) 

Taken from the "Sgt. Pepper" album (the third 
single), this track marks Robin Gibb's first solo 
single effort since 1970. The pace of the song is 
slow and comfortable. Strings carry a melody line 
while bluesy guitar touches and keyboard work 
embellish Gibb's stylish delivery. Smooth and 
coaxing, the track is likely to be a Top 40 favorite. 

MEAT LOAF (Cleveland Intl./Epic 8-50588) 
Paradise By The Dashboard Light (7:55) (Edward 
B. Marks/Neverland/Peg - BMI) (J. Steinman) 

"Two Out Of Three Ain't Bad" was a Top 10 
record for Meat Loaf and this unusually long, 
dramatic follow-up from the "Bat Out Of Hell" 
album ought to challenge Top 40 radio again. 
Ellen Foley offers an excellent foil to Meat Loaf's 
romantic foibles. "Scooter" Rizzuto, voice of the 
Yankees offers play by play. Excellent AOR, pop 
add. 

BRUCE SPRINGSTEEN (Columbia 3-10801) 
Badlands (4:01) (Bruce Springsteen - ASCAP) 
(B. Springsteen) 

A powerful force on contemporary songwriting 
and recording, Springsteen has not yet made a 

dramatic impact on Top 40 radio. "Prove It All 
Night," the first single from "Darkness On The 
Edge Of Town" failed to break into the Top 40. This 
second single shows Springsteen at this best with 
organ backing, guitar work, romping beat and 
Clemons' sax solo. 

AEROSMITH (Columbia 3-10802) 
Come Together (3:45) (Maclen - BMI) (J. Len- 
non/P. McCartney) 

Four record companies are promoting singles 
from the Stigwood opus "Sgt. Pepper's Lonely 
Hearts Club Band." This venture by Columbia's 
Aerosmith is remarkably loyal to the original ver- 
sion by the Beatles. George Martin's production 
features the familiar fanning drum roll and guitar 
work. Suited to Top 40 and AOR. 

BOB DYLAN (Columbia 3-10805) 
Baby Stop Crying (4:17) (Special Rider - 
ASCAP) (B. Dylan) 

Dylan's recent tour was an eye-opener. Instead 
of resting on his accumulated laurels, Dylan chose 
to alter arrangements of some of his classics. He 
also presented new material from his "Street - 
Legal" album. This first single has a tight, 
repetitive hook, backing singers, strong sax solo 
and organ work. Good AOR, pop pick. 

SING 
HEATWAVE (Epic 8-50586) 
Mind Blowing Decisions (3:58) (Wilder - ASCAP) (J. 
Wilder) 

Taken from the successful "Central Heating" album, 
this single is a smooth and gentle ballad which thrives on 
fine singing and harmonies. Keyboards, guitars, strings 
and horn fill nicely. R&B influenced, this track also has a 

strong MOR and pop feel. 

TED TAYLOR (MCA 40937) 
Keepin' My Head Above Water (3:17) (Clan- 
dalee/Ledaclan - ASCAP/BMI) (L. Janis/C. Sciarrotta) 

Produced by Pardo Jones, this single offers Taylor's 
clear, upper register vocals riding above a steady, 
danceable beat. Conga and keyboard backing broadens 
the beat while horns, strings and guitars fill nicely. The 
chorus is melodic and particularly attention grabbing. 
Suited to R&B and pop lists. 

DIRK HAMILTON (Elektra/Asylum 45517)

This second single from Hamilton's "Meet Me At The

and horns. Hamilton's singing and scatting is reminis- 
cent of Van Morrison but the feeling and enthusiasm are 
all his own.

DONNY HATHAWAY (Atco/Atlantic 7092) 
You Were Meant For Me (2:49) (Kuumba Publishing -

This first release from "The Best Of Donny Hathaway" 
is a meditative ballad about an enduring love. Syn- 
thesizer strings, guitars and excellent gentle singing 
make this a good R&B and pop add. 

THREE OUNCES OF LOVE (Motown M1446F) 
Give Me Some Feeling (3:25) (Jobete - ASCAP/Stone

The Ounces offer excellent singing and a weighty 
rhythm section on this track.

UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEATRE, L.A. - 
Teamed with Jim Messina, Kenny Loggins 
created a strong, nationwide following, sold 
millions of records and performed songs 
which will Icng be considered classics. 
Since the natural conclusion of that coin- 
cidental partnership, Loggins has gone on 
to deliver two exciting solo albums and fir- 
mly establish his career as a solo artist. 

Beneath a full moon and clear, black 
skies, Loggins offered a rousing well -paced 
set of songs from the gamut of his career. A 
strong performer who comes forward on 
the stage to seize the audience's attention, 
Loggins danced and sang convincingly. 
Backed by a tight six -piece band, he played 
guitar and spearheaded several extended 
jams. "Angry Eyes," a defiant rocker from 
the Messina partnership, was brimming 
with wrangling guitar work and topped by a 
flute solo. "Whenever I Call You 'Friend'," 
Loggins' first single from his new 
"Nightwatch" album featured strong vocals 
by the bass player, an engaging sax solo 
and soaring a cappella harmonies. 

Loggins broke the driving pace of the set 
by offering several ballads with only his 
acoustic guitar for accompaniment. 
"House At Pooh Corner" and "Love Song," 
soft and melodic favorites, had many in the 
audience singing along. However, "Danny's 
Song," which was recently covered by Anne 
Murray, elicited the strongest recognition 
from the audience. Loggins brought the 
energy back to a romping pace with his en- 
core of "Easy Driver" from his new album. 
All in all. the evening was a joyful celebra-

MCCABE'S, SANTA MONICA - Banjo 
master Larry McNeely and band not only 
proved their superb pickin' prowess to the 
bluegrass purists which frequent this in- 
timate venue, they showcased a number of 
new tunes, in a variety of styles, from their 
new direct disc LP, "Confederation" on the 
Sheffield label. 

McNeely, who replaced John Hartford as 
the banjo player on Glen Campbell's TV 
series in 1969, also is skilled on the guitar, 
dobro and harmonica. Currently he fronts a 
three-piece band consisting of Jack Skin- 
ner (lead vocals, bass, guitar) and Geoff 
Levin (guitar). And joining the trio for their 
McCabe's date was guitarist Greg Harris, 
who has been touring with The Burrito 
Brothers. 

Although their music is primarily rooted 
in the bluegrass or folk tradition, McNeely 
and his band aren't content to simply dis- 
play their instrumental virtuosity by churn- 
ing out only the standards. Rather, each 
member contributes his own composi- 
tions to the band's repertoire - often in the 
traditional mold with plenty of picking and 
sometimes of a more mellow pop flavor. 
And although McNeely is the featured per- 
former, instrumental contributions are also 
shared equally on stage, in the bluegrass 
custom. 

This sense of equality was established in 
the band's opening number, a precisely 
delivered up -tempo bluegrass instrumen- 
tal, and continued throughout the show. 
Some highlights included "Pyrenees 
Suite," a Spanish -flavored guitar duet 
played by McNeely and Levin and "Sweet 
Evening," a beautiful Skinner original, 

which effectively showcased Skinner's 
soulful vocal abilities. A bluegrass render- 
ing of Beethoven's Fifth Symphony and the 
tunes "Simpson's Holler" and "The Voy- 
age," featuring four part harmonies, also 
were crowd pleasers.

TheStranglers 

THE STARWOOD, L.A. - The Stranglers 
are possibly the best selling new wave band 
in England, yet in America the foursome 
has only attracted modest commercial ac- 
ceptance. However, as witnessed by the 
enthusiastic response from the packed 
house at the Starwood, the Stranglers dis- 
play more than enough rock 'n' roll 
creativity and intensity to garner 
widespread success. 

Like its three A&M albums, the group in 
concert exhibits haunting, eerie textures to 
support its no -holds -barred, somewhat 
abrasive statements about the evils of 
women and the seediness of urban life. Yet 
in performance, the Stranglers are equally 
pre -occupied with presenting a highly 
energized, extremely tight rock execution. 
Such numbers as "Something Better 
Change" and "Hanging Around" showcase 
the group's frenzied, inspired blend of 
arresting guitar licks by Hugh Cornwell, 
stimulating keyboard runs by Dave Green- 
field and strong rhythm support from 
bassist Jean Jacques Burnel and drummer 
Jet Black. 

In contrast to other new wave outfits, the 
Stranglers are a slightly older, more 
technically proficient group who are also a 
bit less visually animated and flamboyant. 
With the exception of the occasional 
acrobatics of Burnel, the quartet simply 
derives its power from its unique composi- 
tions and musical delivery rather than from 
any large-scale, onstage theatrics. Playing 
an approximately 90 -minute set which in- 
cluded two encores, the Stranglers made 
its Los Angeles concert debut an 
auspicious one. dale kawashlma

PALOMINO, NORTH HOLLYWOOD - Joe 
Ely's three -night stand here provided a 
healthy dose of the country music elements 
which initially made it such a popular form 
in the American South and West and which 
later helped it become virtually universal in 
its appeal. 

Like the most influential country music 
figures, the MCA artist combines simplicity, 
honesty, celebration and lyrical depth 
into his songs and live act, bringing a 
welcome contrast to the superficiality which 
pervades too often in music, whether coun- 
try, pop or any other category. 

For this reason, Ely has the ability, much 
like predecessors Jimmie Rodgers and 
Hank Williams or contemporaries Waylon 
Jennings and Willie Nelson, to transcend 
the confines of categorization arbitrarily 
dictated by instrumentation or the 
geographic region of the country from 
which he came - in Ely's case, Texas. 

His 75 -minute set blended a variety of 
styles, including country, rock, western 
swing, cajun and some Tex-Mex elements. 
His band, the Joe Ely Band, might also be 
called "The Band" of country -western 
music because of the precision and craft 
with which each of the members plays. 

Throughout the show, the interplay 
among the lead guitar, steel and accordion 
players added dimension and color to the 
performance not often found on any stage. 
While they effectively re-created live the 
expertly -designed arrangements found on 
Ely's records, the group also went beyond 
them by injecting spirited solos and other 
ad-libbed touches. 

The result was one of the freshest, most 
engaging shows of the year from one of the 
most promising artists of any year.

GREEK THEATRE, L.A. - Using his powers 
as a romantic balladeer as skillfully as a 

magician, David Soul captivated the 
audience at the Greek Theatre. He then 
conjured up an evening of fine entertain- 
ment by combining a select group of musi- 
cians and singers with tasteful staging and 
lights and a great sense of humor and per- 
sonal enjoyment. Hearts were tossed with 
bouquets of roses to the stage in return for 
the soft songs that Soul offered to the ladies 
present.

Soul was proud of the musicians assem- 
bled onstage with him. Joining him were 
Jack Murphy on piano, Richard Green on 
fiddle, Andy Kulberg on bass and flute, Jim 
Hodder on drums, Norton Buffalo on har- 
monica, Chris Mickey on guitar and Lynn 
Marta and Amanda McBroom as back-up 
vocalists. It is to his credit that such a group 
appeared with him. 

"Surrender to Me," "What You See" and 
encore number "Don't Give Up On Us" were 
crowd-pleasers, but the highlight of the 
performance was the progression of songs 
from "New York City Blues" to "Sailor 
Man," followed by an Irish jig featuring 
Andy Kulberg that led into "Silver Lady." 

The performance was characterized by 
professionalism and lack of pretention, and 
it was questionable as to whether the 
audience or the performers were enjoying 
themselves more. 

To open the show, Maria Muldaur 
gracefully seduced the audience with "Mid- 
night at the Oasis," surprised them with her 
fiddle -playing on Dolly Parton's "Ten- 
nessee Mountain Home," yet was at her 
best while singing the blues numbers, 
'Lover Man, Where Have You Gone," and

David Bromberg 
FOX VENICE THEATRE, L.A. - Perhaps 
the best way to describe a David Bromberg 
show is to call it exuberant American music. 
Together with his excellent supporting 
musicians playing guitars, fiddles, banjos 
and mandolins and bass and drums for 
rhythm, Bromberg offers a cross-section of 
native American styles including folk, coun- 
try, cajun, jazz, blues and rock. Combined 
with bright, witty lyrics and his engaging 
personality, the mixture put the sell-out 
audience in a joyful, hand -clapping mood. 

Bromberg displayed a good amount of 
fast -fingered lead guitar while also supply- 
ing unpretentious vocals well -suited to his 
fun -filled repertoire.

Chick Corea 

GREEK THEATRE, L.A. - Keyboard wizard 
Chick Corea, wrapping up a three-month 
world tour, cast a spell of big band fusion 
over an appreciative audience at the Greek 
Theatre. In a generous two-hour plus set, 
Corea explored the musical possibilities of 
blending jazz with elements of classical, 
Latin funk and pop. 

The presence of special guest Herbie 
Hancock gave an added dimension to the 
concert. In anabbreviatedduetperformance 
reminiscent of their tour last February, 
Corea and Hancock squared off at their 
respective grand pianos and opened the 
show with a half hour of adventuresome 
acoustic jazz. 

Following a brief intermission, Corea re- 
emerged fronting a 13 piece band that in- 
cluded a five -man horn section, a string 
quartet and a potent rhythm section 
boosted by two sets of keyboards. 
Singer/pianist Gayle Moran alternated with 
Hancock throughout the evening as 
Corea's keyboard partner. 

A pair of Coreas compositions - "Day 
Dance" and "Mad Hatter Rhapsody" - 
separated by an exciting jazz/samba in- 
terlude, combined for the most outstanding 
segment of the concert. What made this as 
well as the entire show a success was the 
chemistry between Corea, Hancock and 
reed man Joe Farrell and the integration of 
the string quartet. alan Sutton 

arlene Carter 

THE BOTTOM LINE, NYC - Since Carlene 
Carter is a descendant of the Carter family 
of country singers, one might think that her 
self -titled debut album would bear the trap- 
pings of a traditional country LP. But the 
singer cut her record in England with 
Graham Parker's pub -rock band, the 
Rumour, and though there's plenty of coun- 
try in her voice, the svelte mother of two 
also knows how to rock 'n' roll. 

Accompanied by the Rumour, whose 
own second album sans Parker is due out 
shortly, Carter led the band through most of 
the material found on her Warner Bros. 
debut. 

Carter paced her set with a variety of 
ballads, cover songs, and rock -oriented 
selections. She moved from the breezy 
"Alabama Morning," with its haunting 
evocation of a Laura Nyro composition, to 
bouncier tunes like Tracy Nelson's "I've 
Been There Before" and "Love Is Gone." 
On "Never Together But Close 
Sometimes," which she described as "the 
story of my life," the band supplied a 
reggae treatment against the singer's 
deliberate phrasing -a quality that makes 
her voice alternately strong and tender. 

Individually, guitarists Brinsley Schwarz 
and Martin Belmont contributed 
passionate solos with exceptional support 
from the rhythm section of Andrew Bodnar 
and Steve Goulding; Schwarz's instrumen- 
tal fills, in particular, were one of the show's 
focal points. Similarly, pianist Bob An- 
drews, who also sang harmony with Carter, 
played with the kind of emotional depth that 
he often lends to Parker's shows. leo sacks

A HIT THAT YOU CAN'T BUY, YET - Air personality Trigger Black (Gary Guthrie), PD of 
WAKY in Louisville has created a monster, Guthrie after noticing the marked similarity be- 
tween Barbra Streisand and Nell Diamond's separate versions of the song "You Don't 
Bring Me Flowers Anymore," decided that it would be a dynamite novelty song to combine 
the two versions. Guthrie went into the WAKY production facilities three weeks ago and 
took the voice tracks off Streisand's "Songbird" LP and Diamond's "I'm Glad You're Here 
With Me Tonight" album and remixed the vocals onto the music track so that Streisand and 
Diamond sing a duet. WAKY played the prefab wonder on morning drive and the response, 
according to WAKY, was incredible. The song entered the station's playlist at #19. Ac- 
cording to Bob Moody, MD of the station, the result is a great adult record. He reports that 
women have been calling en masse requesting the song which has a love affair gone bad 
theme. The record is now being played in all day parts by the station. However, such 
success has created problems. Local retail outlets are being driven to distraction by irate 
potential buyers of a record that does not exist. 

That situation may change. Reportedly, according to WAKY, CBS president Bruce 
Lundvall has heard a cassette of the song and thinks it is a winner. Diamond and his 
manager, Jerry Weintraub have also reportedly heard the song and are enthusiastic about 
going into the studio. Whether Streisand will go for a duet with Neil is unknown at this time. 

WAKY has been known to jump on other unusual efforts. The station was one of the first 
to play the novelty hit "Ca Plane Pour Moi" by Plastic Bertrand. As Moody says, "We 
thought we were going to make a name with Bertrand, but now it looks like this 
Streisand/Diamond thing will be it." 

Great idea WAKY, think of the possibilities. How about a duet of Frank Sinatra and the 
Sex Pistols' Sid Vicious singing "My Way." 
NOT WITH MY SATELLITE - The Mutual Broadcasting System recently filed a petition

Besides, says Mutual, the whole 
thing is a "sham" because the feasibility of using SATs for audio programs and data 
transmission was conclusively demonstrated in a series of tests conducted by WU between 
Aug. 1977 and January of this year ... It sounds like Star Wars all over again.

To celebrate the final payment on the NAB building in Washington, a signal 
from a satellite, 25,000 miles from earth, was used to ignite the building's mortgage in a 

ceremony on NAB plaza. The satellite and satellite earth station was provided courtesy of 
Mutual and Western Union. 
THE YANKEES ARE NOT MY TEAM - New WRKO PD Mark McKay has come up with a 

good idea which could be emulated by all you Meat Loaf fans who have no particular love 
for the New York Yankees. McKay replaced Yankee broadcaster Phil "Scooter" Rizzuto's 
play-by-play calls on "Paradise By The Dashboard Light" by Meat Loaf with an overdub by 
Boston Red Sox broadcaster Dick Stockton. RKO fans in Boston no longer have to suffer 
Yankee transgressions of their territory. 

Speaking of good old Boston by the Bay, Willie Alexander á The Boom Boom Band's up- 
coming album on MCA contains a cut, "Sky Queen," which refers to ex-WBCN air 
personality, Maxanne Sartori, who used to broadcast from station HQs high atop Boston's 
towering Prudential building.

The ABC Radio Contemporary Network is also planning an Elvis tribute to be 
broadcast August 13. The program, "Elvis: Memories," contains first-time discussions with 
Priscilla Presley, Elvis' ex-wife.

Pacifica Petitions High Ct. 
To Review WBAI/Carlin Case

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Pacifica Founda- 
tion, owner of WBAI-FM in New York, has 
petitioned the Supreme Court for a rehear- 
ing of the "seven dirty words" case. The 
petition claims the high court's opinion 
which upheld the FCC's right to punish the 
broadcast of "indecent" material will have a 
"substantial adverse impact" on freedom of 
speech and press in the broadcast 
medium. 

Other commercial and noncommercial 
broadcasters have rallied to support the 
nonconformist WBAI-FM. In a friend -of - 
the -court filing, the National Association of 
Broadcasters, along with other media 
groups, supported Pacifica's request for 
rehearing. NAB suggested that whether or 
not the rehearing is granted, the court 
should clarify its opinion regarding Section 
326 of the Communications Act. That sec- 
tion denies the FCC the power of cen- 
sorship over radio, and states "no regula- 
tion or condition shall be promulgated (by 
the FCC) which shall interfere with the right 
of the free speech by means of radio com- 
munications." 

NAB noted that the court made a distinc- 
tion between censorship, which is not 
allowed, and after -the -fact regulation of in- 
decent programs, which was upheld, NAB 
said this is "contrary to the legislative 
history of the section and prior FCC and 
court decisions." At the time the decision 
was handed down, Pacific issued a similar 
statement noting "it encourages self - 
censorship with the threat of license 
revocation after the fact," (Cash Box, July 
15). 

FCC Chairman's Stand 
The FCC is taking steps to assure broad- 

casters that it does not seek the role of cen- 
sor, FCC Chairman Charles Ferris recently 
told broadcasters meeting in Boston that 
the Supreme Court's ruling would be in- 
volved in the future only if the WBAI situa- 
tion were virtually recreated; that is, words 
dealing with sexual and excretory functions 
repeated many times during a daytime 
broadcast. "We at the FCC," Ferris said, 
"are far more dedicated to the First Amend- 
ment promise that broadcasters should air 

controversial programming than we are 
worried about an occasional four-letter 
word." 

Ferris made his comments to the New 
England Broadcasters Association, the 
same week the commission renewed the 
license of noncommercial WGBH-TV in 

Boston. The renewal was made over objec- 
tions by Morality in Media of Massachusetts 
regarding allegedly obscene and indecent 
material broadcast by the station. The 
WGBH ruling "should show that the FCC is 
not going to become a censor," he said. The 
chairman had commented on the 
narrowness of the Supreme Court's ruling 
immediately after it was released, saying 
that ABC -TV's program on juvenile crime 
and violence which contained strong street 
language (and which was preceded by an 
advisory), was appropriate for television. 

Warning 
However, critics of the court's decision 

have voiced concern that future FCC mem- 
bers may not be as reluctant to censor, NAB 
President Vincent Wasilewski warned that 
the ruling may lead to continued regulatory 
interference in the future. "It is anyone's 
guess where it will stop," once the FCC has 
the authorization to censor from the 
Supreme Court, he said. 

The request for rehearing will not be ac- 
ted on until the first monday in October (or 
thereafter) when the Supreme Court recon- 
venes. 

Broad Street Purchases 
WVCG/WYOR Stations 
NEW HAVEN - Broad Street Communica- 
tions Corporation has signed an agreement 
to purchase WVCG/WYOR in Coral Gables, 
Florida. The announcement was made 
jointly by Ted Niarhos, president of In- 
dependent Music Broadcasters, Inc., and 
Richard L. Geismar, chairman of Broad 
Street Communications. The purchase 
price was $4,850,000. 

Following approval of the Federal Com- 
munications Commission, the stations will 
be operated as part of the Insilco Broadcast 
Group, the major operating subsidiary of 
Broad Street. Both stations will continue to 
present their current formats. 

RCA Models To Deliver Disco Album 
NEW YORK - RCA Records will employ 
several attention -getting devices to launch 
"Disco From Another Galaxy" by Space 
Project, currently a Canadian disco hit. 

The first shipment of the album, 
respresenting a limited edition pressing of 
30,000, will be processed on .old vinyl, and 

each album cover will bear a number album 
sticker. 

In addition, models dressed in colorful 
space garb will deliver promotional copies 
of the album to radio stations in New York, 
Miami, Boston, Washington, and Los 
Angeles.

developed within the group or preceded it. 
Such was the case of Joe Walsh, whose 
most recent solo album came out while he 
continued to be a member of the Eagles. 
Jerry Sharell, vice president of marketing 
for Elektra/Asylum Records, noted that 
"Walsh was always an individual whether 
he was with the James Gang or the Eagles, 
and there wasn't any identity building 
necessary. When he came to the Eagles, he 
was still a huge solo act in our minds and 
we've treated him as such. It's not 'Joe 
Walsh - he's part of the Eagles.' It's Walsh 
the individual. And it's worked. When you 
have an automatic hit like that it alleviates a 
lot. First of all, you don't have to build an 
identity for the guy, it's already there. You 
don't have to support a tour, and you don't 
have to build an audience. You don't have 
to do all those developmental functions." 

identity Within Group 
But most of the time, developmental 

functions are necessary. It is easier in the 
case of an artist like Peter Gabriel who had 
developed a strong solo image in Genesis 
before leaving the group to launch his own 
career. Tony Smith, Gabriel's manager, 
described Gabriel's situation: "Peter 
Gabriel had developed such a strong iden- 
tity with Genesis, that when he left the 
group, my priority was to establish that they 
could survive his departure. My next step 
was to create a new image for Peter, 
because we didn't want him to be trading off 
the Genesis thing. We wanted him to es- 
tablish his own identity in a separate 
musical area. I know that commercially, it 
kind of makes sense in the long run to have 
albums with stickers saying, "Ex -Genesis," 
but in the long term, if you're building a 
career with an artist, it's the worst thing you 
can do." 

"That's a battle I've been fighting with 
record companies around the world, es- 
pecially in Europe, where Genesis is as big 
as say, Yes or Pink Floyd are over here. 
With Peter I've tried to really tread the line 
between old wave and new wave, and I 

think we've been successful in making his 
image acceptable to both those factions. 
You also have to absorb short term 
problems for larger, long term gains. Peter 
likes to change all the time, and obviously 
that makes it very difficult in a market that 
demands continuity. But that also makes it 
very challenging and at, the same time rein- 
forces change as part of his image. That's 
why I admire David Bowie. He goes through 
the changes whether they're commercial or 
not, and he'll still have a career for another 
20 years. The same goes for Peter. You've 
got to be one step ahead of your audience." 

immediate Success 
When Burton Cummings left the Guess 

Who for a solo career, he was an immediate 
success with his hit record, "Stand Tall." 
Still, his role with the Guess Who remained 
a delicate issue in the strategy to break him 
to the largest possible audience noted 
Lorne Saifer, vice president of artist 
development at Portrait Records. "We've 
had a big problem being accepted by FM 
radio because of the stigma attached to the 
Guess Who as a strictly AM group. But the 
campaign we've tried to map out with Bur- 
ton has been in terms of his talent instead of 
saying 'this is Burton Cummings of the 
Guess Who.' I actually sat down with Burton 
to discuss his first record and we were go- 
ing to figure out what was Burton's greatest 
selling point, and it was his voice. Even 
though he wrote and played on the Guess 
Who's hits, he had the kind of voice that was 
recognized by anyone who heard it. The 
way we utilize the Guess Who's past is by 
going into places where his records were 
displayed and we say 'listen to this artist, 
just the artist,' And we've pretty much 
resisted the temptation to sell his records in 

terms of the Guess Who. 
"I think Burton has to stand on his own 

two feet, and rise and fall on his own. To be 
honest with you, the Guess Who is yester- 
day's newspapers, and those are good for 
wrapping fish. You have to deal with the 
now. What's he going to be now, and what 
are you going to do with him now." 

Cummings' manager, Shep Gordon, 
feels the same way. "When Burton em- 
barked on a solo career, he experience 
more difficulty garnering FM play than he 
would have had he not been associated 
with any other group. Although his new 
album (his third) is getting FM acceptance, 
it's really the first album in his career that 
has really done well FM, so it's taken him 
this long to break through. I think the last 
few albums were certainly more worthy of 
FM acceptance, but even friends of mine 
who are program directors told me that 
Burton was not programmable when I told 
them that he was with the Guess Who. At 
the same time, his identification with the 
Guess Who helped make his first record, 
'Stand Tall,' a million seller. In their day, the 
Guess Who played to a great many people 
and got a lot of press, but in AM radio today, 
memory is almost nonexistent, and every 
record practically is like a new career unto 
itself." 

Gordon also manages Teddy Pen- 
dergrass who currently has a Top 20 pop 
album, and applies the same rules of 
success to both artists. "Every solo career 
has to delicately balance the past. The only 
time coming out of a group can be a 
problem is if you present it as the cor- 
nerstone of the artist's career. Using it is a 
temptation that has to be resisted. You deal 
with it honestly, inform your public about it, 
get it out of the way, then move on by your 
own merits. I feel strongly that the solo 
careers of both Burton Cummings and 
Teddy Pendergrass are stronger than they 
have ever been with their respective 
groups. I think that there's more of a ten- 
dency on the part of the record company to 
dwell on the past because it can result in 
more immediate sales.

Maitland Discusses Facelift 
Of MCA's Country Division 
by Jim Sharp and Bob Campbell 
NASHVILLE - During the past year, MCA 
president Mike Maitland had become more 
and more convinced a major overhaul of 
his Nashville division would be essential if 
MCA were to compete with the cream of the 
highly efficient, successful record com- 
panies here. Maitland believed MCA here 
had grown stagnant and was being 
shadowed by the aggressiveness of other 
companies. But when Maitland and old 
friend Jimmy Bowen came to terms and 
signed the agreement which appointed 
Bowen vice president and general manager 
of the MCA division here, Maitland at once 
felt his comprehensive plan for the com- 
plete restoration of the Nashville office 
could be accomplished. He had found his 
man for the job. 

In an interview conducted here last week, 
Maitland talked to Cash Box and step-by- 
step outlined his revisionist plan firmly ar- 
ticulating his personal commitment to the 
Nashville division. 

Treading Water 
"The matter of doing something at MCA 

here was an independent thought of mine," 
Maitland said. "Without having any details 
in mind, I just felt disappointed that we were 
kind of drifting. We were doing well in coun- 
try, and we always have - we have a mar- 
velous tradition dating from the Decca days 
that has been very successful. I just felt we 
were treading water and not becoming an 
aggressive factor here. I've been dedicated 
to country music for a long time - I've been 
involved with the Country Music Associa- 
tion and most everybody here - and I just 
wanted to see if we couldn't do something 
better. I must admit that I was impressed 
with the success that RCA has had in their 
recent surge which I highly respect. And I 

guess I was convinced then that we had bet- 
ter be going forward. Then I got really 
serious about finding someone to run It. I 

came down here quietly about three times 
and meta lot of people - some of it got out, 
some of it didn't. 

"Jimmy was one of those people that I 

have known a long, long time and he was 
giving me a rundown on certain people and 
possibilities." Maitland added, "I went on 
back home without solving anything, but 
having talked to a lot of people. Jimmy 
called me the following Monday and said, 'I 

don't know what is wrong with me, I want

that job.' I said, 'You do? I can't afford 
you.' " So he said, "Maybe we can work it 
out." "I was delighted with the idea so he 
came out to the coast in a few days, and we 
sat down and talked about it in detall. In one 
night, we decided on terms and conditions 
which were satisfactory to us and then we 
left it to a lawyer to finish, and we made a 
deal. From that point on, I had a great deal 
of confidence in what was my plan. The 
reason I wasn't too sure earlier was 
because I didn't have the confidence it 
would do as well as it would in having 
someone like Jimmy. Jimmy and I were 
together when I was at Warners, and when 
we bought Reprise; Jimmy was part of that. 
So we worked together when it was War- 
ner/Reprise, and we have had a good 
relationship for a number of years. When he 
decided to cast his lot with us, I was 
delighted. That is why we then had a dif- 
ferent attitude about how much will be 
directed from here and how much will be 
directed in the home office." 

A major decision for Maitland will be 
deciding exactly how much actual 
autonomy will be given to the Nashville of- 
fice. At best a touchy issue which will affect 
many of his employees here and on the 
West Coast, Maitland said he will proceed 
slowly. However, the presence of Bowen 
here takes much of the load from 
Maitland's shoulders. 

"We haven't yet solved exactly how much 
will be directed from where, but we know 
that we are going to be giving more and 
more assignments here such as graphics, 
editing, mastering and sales programs," 
Maitland said. "This isn't all going to hap- 
pen within the next 30 days or 60 days, but 
this is all going to be a part of our plan of 
operation. My biggest involvement here will 
be deciding what will be my highest priority 
and get it done. There might be times when 
some of the things they would like to do 
here might not get done from here, and 
then they won't be too happy. But if we take 
it away from the West Coast, they won't be 
happy either. So I have got to find a way to 
make that work. I guess because Jimmy is 
here, I have confidence these things can 
phase In faster because he is a surprisingly 
good administrator. And that is another 
positive value to us from him. I am much 
more confident now of giving this entire 
thing acceleration." 

Albums Examined 
Both Bowen and Maitland have taken a 

cold, hard look at the creative aspect of 
MCA's Nashville operation. Precisely, the 
two executives have examined album 
product and, for several reasons, found it 
wanting in terms of overall quality and 
direction. Maitland said Bowen is already 
meeting with MCA artists and discussing 
with each one his Idea of spending much 
more time and money In the studio. 

"Without looking outside the company 
for artists, as we did with Merle Haggard 
(Haggard was with Capitol Records for 
years), Jimmy and I have discussed in great 
detail what must be done for our es- 
tablished artists," Maitland said. "We want 
artists to take a greater period of time 
before recording in the pre -selection of 
material. This Is material which has got to 
be open to everybody, not just certain 
publishers and writers. We obviously won't 
have any commitments to anybody at all in- 
cluding our own MCA Publishing. We want 
plenty of time for the selection of material, 
plenty of time for the artist to learn material 
long before he gets into the studio. Jimmy 
feels strongly that one of the problems Is 
that many people have recorded a few mo- 
ments after having run through a couple of

songs. I don't think that fits today's stan- 
dard for country music or any other kind of 
music. 

Strong Material 
"Also, we don't want to have a hit single 

and nine other average songs on an 
album," Maitland added. "We want to have 
an album which hopefully stands up on its 
own with or without a single at all. This is not 
easy, but it can be done if we take the time 
and really demand quality material. This is 
a major part of our plan. Jimmy is very 
demanding about that. We want time to 
make it good, and as you might imagine, we 
are probably doubling the cost of 
recording, if not more. Some of our major 
artists have been approached about that so 
they can have an understanding of what we 
are talking about because it is money some 
of them might be taking home. But we are 
appealing to them that in the long run, they 
might be much better off if they record a 
well-balanced album because of greater 
possible sales. As I said, Jimmy and I have 
talked to a few artists, and we really got a 
great response. Merle (Haggard) at the 
meeting this morning was certainly 
evidence of that. Merle had been talked to 
earlier, mostly through his contact with me, 
but now Jimmy's here and they are getting 
along fine." I think if we follow through on 
what we just mentioned with quality 
recording, there will obviously be more 
respect for that art and respect for that ar- 
tist and the producer. And it is a reasonable 
assumption that by doing a more 
professional job, we will sell more product." 

Along with a revision of financial and ar- 
tistic attitudes toward album product at 
MCA here, Maitland has also pledged a 
strong commitment towards marketing 
country records. He plans to supplement 
the usual country sales force with his pop overnight, but we are on the right track." 

salesman. And he wants to ada some pop 
sales techniques to the marketing of a 
country product. 

"We are going to start by changing and 
expanding our Internal organization," 
Maitland said. "Rather than the usual radio 
promo person going to the usual country 
stations, It has become obvious we have 
gone beyond that. We have to change and 
expand our radio possibilities. We are go- 
ing to activate those people at MCA in 
country and pop people also because most 
of them have some country coverage to 
take care of. We will also have to have 4-6 
outside promotion people who can do 
things well. If we have a specific campaign, 
these people can support us substantially 
in the earlier stages of our determination to 
get going. The promotion aspect Is the first 
move really and it will become more 
demanding because we are hoping that our 
product will be expanding to a different 
market than before. 

"The best asset we have in sales is that 
we have been mass marketing country as it 
goes through the racks as well as anybody 
has," Maitland added. "The problem is that 
whatever reasonable deals that record 
companies provide in a legal matter, coun- 
try music has probably not had its share. It 
has always been kind of ignored. But not 
now. Now we are planning and will expect a 
marketing program on each and every ma- 
jor release just like we have done on the 
new Lynyrd Skynyrd release, and on the 
new Elton John and The Who releases. 
Those are three major projects which are 
laid out in great detail. We have never gone 
that far in the country field before. But we 
are on the way and we understand what we 
have to do. If there Is a legitimate, free 
goods program for certain purchases, we 
are gonna be in there. This won't happen

Whether or not playing so 
called rock music will hurt or help a country station remains to be seen. But a good number 
of programmers out there seem to want imput and suggestions on how to improve ratings 
and advertising revenues. One Nashville promotion executive offers this suggestion . "I 
think some of them should go all -talk ... that way they could give their audience some of 
the hot air they've been giving promotion people lately."

"I think this study will be a major 
landmark study for NARM," Kwiker said, 
"much the same way the Frye consulting 
study was a major study for NARM on 
returns in the early '70s." It evoked a lot of 
thought, a lot of discussion and brought 
into much sharper focus the issues." 

He added, however, that the study is not 
designed to prove that bar coding will be of 
value to everyone. "We are not coming to 
the conclusion that bar coding is the pan- 
acea of the world to everybody in the in- 
dustry," Kwiker said. 

"The purpose of the study is to find out 
who should think seriously about using it 
and who shouldn't waste their time. 

Objectivity 
"This study may come to the conclusion 

that 98% of the NARM membership would 
find no favorable cost benefit in using bar 
coding. This is an objective study to deter- 
mine whether various -sized companies In 
the rack jobbing segment and whether 
various -sized companies in the retail seg- 
ment will have any benefit in relation of cost 
in using bar coding. It may come to the con- 
clusion that there is none."

have other labels that are not with us but are 
interested in coming over, because we feel 
we can do the job. But we are not actively 
talking to anyone at this point." 

Pickwick's move into Los Angeles as a 

distributor does not necessarily mean the 
beginning of an intense consolidation effort 
on the company's part, Bernstein said. 

"I think there are distributors that meet 
the needs of large labels and I think there 
will always be the need for smaller dis- 
tributors to fill whatever gaps there are," he 
said. "Most of the work initially is going 
toward establishing the office as a Pickwick 
operation and getting started with dealing 
customers. 

He added that reaction to Pickwick in the 
Los Angeles market "has been favorable, 
from the labels and the accounts," although 
at least one major retail chain says it is not 
buying from Pickwick (see accompanying 
story). "I haven't had an opportunity to 
speak with too many (accounts) or our 
salesmen who are out there. We've been 
spending all our time just getting the place 
in shape, ordering merchandise and filling 
the existing orders."

The firm will also look to other industries, 
such as pharmaceutical and grocery 
trades, where uniform product coding is 
used to see what problems have occurred 
and how they may be avoided in the record 
business. 

"We should have a first draft of the 
manual Nov. 1 and it should be completed 
and printed by Dec. 31, after which we will 
poll the industry. After polling them and 
consolidating that Information, we will con- 
vey that information to the manufacturing 
community, which seems to have some 
doubt as to the ultization of bar coding and 
the effectiveness to its members." Cohen 
said. 

Cohen added that the study might be 
useful in determining common software 
needs of different types of merchandisers 
so perhaps standard programs could be 
created by computer firms and that each 
business would not have to design Its own 
original programs. 

"We hope that It will stimulate the pace of 
the industry's move (toward the adoption of 
bar coding) - if the survey shows it is in- 
deed a feasible approach for the industry to 
take," Cohen said. "NARM is Investing, on 
behalf of the industry, a great deal of money 
to learn this by commissioning this study. 
But we feel that of the few things we do each 
year to confront industry problems and try 
to solve them, that's the area to which 
NARM wants to address itself."

NEW YORK - Leonard Bernsteln will be 60 
on August 25 and a great deal of publicity 
and album release activity is being keyed to 
that event. This is Leonard Bernstein Month 
at Columbia Records, which recently 
released several Bernstein -conducted LPs. 
And DG is about to issue a deluxe three -LP 
set containing Bernstein's second com- 
plete recording of his own three sym- 
phonies, as well as his "Chichester 
Psalms." Advance copies of the beautifully 
packaged set are being made available to 
radio stations and reviewers, and the of-

The composer, conductor and pianist is 
also being honored at the Tanglewood 
Festival in Lenox, Massachusetts.

CLASSICS IN CONCERT 
AVERY FISHER HALL, NYC - The New 
York debut of flautist James Galway and a 

concert conducted by pianist Christoph Es- 
chenbach were two highlights of the Mostly 
Mozart Festival's 12th season. 

Soloing in a performance of Mozart's 
Flute Concerto in D major, Galway cap- 
tivated the audience with his brilliant vir- 
tuosity, sensual tone and thorough 
musicality. The Irish musician's fluid play- 
ing in the first movement's cadenza was 
breathtaking, and in the Andante, his sen- 
sitive solos showed that he has far more 
than technical skill going for him. Setting an 
unusually brisk tempo for the orchestra in 

the finale, Galway embroidered im- 
aginatively on the standard cadenza. The 
performance was interrupted by applause 
after the first movement, and Galway was 
forced to return after the concerto's conclu- 
sion for an encore.

CLASSICAL ALBUM REVIEWS 
WEBER - Lieder - Peter Schreier, tenor; Konrad 
Ragossnig, guitar. - Archly 2533 381 (DG) - List: 8.98 

Surprisingly, this is the only recording of Carl Maria von 
Weber's songs listed in the Schwann catalog, although some of 
those lieder stand up to any in Schubert's well -traversed 
oeuvre. The songs here were originally composed with guitar 
accompaniment, and the combination of Ragossnig's accom- 
plished playing with Peter Schreier's sensitive singing creates 
an uncommonly pleasing effect. 

BOULEZ CONDUCTS STRAVINSKY - Fulcinella Suits, 
Scherzo Fantaslque - Symphonies of Wind Instruments 
(original version). - New York Philharmonic - Pierre Boulez, 
Conductor - Columbia M 35105 - Lists 7.98 

During his tenure with the New York Philharmonic, Boulez 
became well-known for his interpretations of contemporary 
music. Unfortunately, his second recording of "Symphonies of 
Wind Instruments" is a bit fuzzy and directionless, and the early 
"Scherzo Fantastique" is rewarding mainly because of what it 
reveals about the composer's early influences. Boulez's 
reading of the neoclassical Pulcinella suite, however, has a 

trenchant bite,with just the right shade of dryness. 

NYIREGYHAZI PLAYS LISZT - Columbia M2 34598 - List: 
15.98 

After all the fuss that has been made over this long -lost 
pianist, his first recording for a major label is decidedly disap- 
pointing. Nyiregyhazi's technique is less secure here than it is 
on the International Piano Archives LP that created the furor 
over him, and his interpretations are often dull. In addition, it is 

hard to understand why he chose some of Liszt's least 
memorable music as a vehicle for his unique talents.

Blacks Express C oncern Over 
C om m u n ications Act Rewrite 

by Carita Spencer 
LOS ANGELES - The proposed revision of 
the federal communications law by the 
House Communications Subcommittee 
could possibly have resounding effects on 
present minority radio station owners as 
well as potential minority owners, ac- 
cording to a Cash Box survey. 

The legislation, calling for a major 
overhaul of the FCC law, was introduced 
June 7 by Rep. Lionel Van Deerling (D - 
Cal.), chairman of the committee and John 
Frey (R -Fla.) its ranking minority member. 

A number of points in the proposed bill, 
particularly the indefinite license terms, the 
elimination of the ascertainment require- 
ments along with the "Fairness Doctrine" 
and limitations on group and cross media 
ownership, were viewed as regressions 
rather than progressions for minority in- 
volvement in the broadcast industry. 

Loose Regulations 
Attorney Sylvia Potts, a communication 

specialist in Washington, D.C., speculates 
that if the proposed measures are ap- 
proved, the rules and regulations govern- 

ing radio will be "very loose" and that many 
of the policies proposed by the Carter ad- 
ministration to encourage blacks to acquire 
broadcast properties will be wiped out. She 
indicated that an item in the rewrite calling 
for the establishment of a license fee (Sec- 
tion 413, spectrum use fee) based on the 
cost of processing the license, would ul- 
timately phase out loan policies for 
minorities through the Small Business Ad- 
ministration (SBA). 

Under the proposed bill, money collec- 
ted from such fees would support rural 
telecommunications and minority owner- 
ship loan funds in addition to covering 
operation costs of the Communications 
Regulatory Commission (CRC), which will 
replace the FCC and supporting a new 
public broadcasting entity called the Public 
Telecommunications Programming 
Endowment. 

Potts added that under the provisions of 
the "Equity Principal (which would replace 
the "Fairness Doctrine") stations do not 
have to provide news and public affairs.

"The white owned stations could very well 
block out the black communities they are 
supposedly serving, completely omitting 
the black point of view," she said. "If blacks 
don't own stations, there will be no black 
point of view. 

'Protecting Big Business' 
"The multi -ownership portion of the act 

is essentially as it exists now protecting big 
business," she concluded. "By 1980, ow- 
ners would be required to spread out their 
broadcast interests but already established 
combined ownerships will not be effected. 
So a black owner can never have that type 
of a monopoly. 

Willie Davis, owner of KACE radio in Los 
Angeles, contends that there are fewer 
people owning many stations under the 
present structure and that the provisions of 
multi -ownership will not make broadcast 
facilities more accessible for blacks. 

"There is no incentive for those existing 
combinations to divest." stated Davis. 
"Those that would be sold most likely will be 
a station which is not doing well or in some 
type of distress and I don't think a black sta- 
tion owner or potential owner would be will- 
ing to take a chance with a property in that 
condition. 

Davis further noted that any attempt to 
grant stations a permanent license yields 
less responsiveness from the broadcast 
facility. In his opinion, no value was served 
by the 3 -year license renewal period but a 
longer period would be justifiable. 
"Basically, I am in favor of amending the ex- 
isting law to make it more operative under 
todays circumstances," he said. 

Another Drawback 
Elliott Franks, executive vice 

president/general manager at WOIC-AM in 
Columbia, South Carolina and chairman of 
the National Association of Black Owned 
Broadcasters (NABOB) cited another 

drawback in the proposed bill as it relates 
to equal employment opportunity (EEO). 

"Presently," he stated, "the FCC has its 
own EEO component which is one of the 
prime motivating forces behind licensing 
and recruiting in a non-discriminatory 
manner. The proposed rewrite will give 
equal employment opportunity enforce- 
ment to the Equal Employment Opportunity 
Commission. This is a backwards step, in 
my opinion, and saying this does not imply 
that the EEOC is not a viable agency but 
they are understaffed with a backlog of 
cases. It's ridiculous to burden the commis- 
sion with civil rights or non-discrimination 
enforcement within the broadcast industry 
on the EEOC when they can hardly handle 
the job now." 

On the establishment of a licensing fee to 
support minority interests in broadcast 
properties, Franks said that the language 
must specifically state that a certain dollar 
amount will be set aside for that purpose. 

"When a piece of the pie has to be shared 
with another entity," he said, "that creates a 

suspicion. Unless the language specifically 
says 'X amount of dollars' will be set aside 
for low interest loans, etc., it only sounds 
good. It doesn't go far enough in terms of 
allocations for loans, consulting or seed 
money.Two million dollars doesn't go very 
far when you think about maximizing 
minority owners." 

Franks went on to say the NABOB is 
planning to testify at the upcoming hear- 
ings on the matter and has also written to 
Rep. Van Deerlin indicating the organiza- 
tions' feelings in the rewrite. Other 
organizations such as the Urban League 
and the Congressional Black Caucus plan 
to attend the hearings and have made 
statements or submitted sub -position 
papers to the subcommittee pointing out 
the black concerns on the proposed act.

be "the greatest year in the history of the 
Associated Labels at CBS Records." 

Martell also said that additional staffing 
in the areas of merchandising and promo- 
tion was required in order to cope with the 
expected growth of the Associated Labels 
in the near future. 

Larry Harris, Portrait's vice president 
and general manager, devoted his address 
to a discussion of how the label has perfor- 
med in terms of the goals that were es- 
tablished at its inception. "Two years ago, 
we said that our aim was to create a record 
company, not just a custom label," Harris 
said. "I think there is no doubt that we are 
living up to that promise. 

"We said that Portrait Records would be 
a small label dedicated to quality artists and 
that we would concentrate maximum ef- 
forts on each artist. We said we would be 
aggressive in the marketplace. I think there 
can be no question that we have adhered to 
those goals and our efforts with artists like 
Burton Cummings and our present effort 
with the McCrarys show that to be true." 

Balanced Roster 
Harris concluded by saying that Portrait 

has lived up to its goal of building a roster of 
new and established artists. "We will con- 
tinue to sign superstars and take their 
careers to even higher levels," he said. "We 
will continue to take artists whose careers 
are on the wain, or have stagnated, and 
pump them full of new life. And we will con- 
tinue to sign new artists and break them." 

Al Gurewitz, vice president, promotion, 
Epic/Portrait/Associated Labels, hosted a 
one -hour music and slide presentation in 
which key E/P/A promotion executives in- 
troduced 12 single and album cuts, and dis- 
cussed promotional plans for the upcom- 
ing releases. 

Presenters included: Jim Jeffries, direc- 
tor, national promotion, Epic Records; 
Larry Douglas, director, national promo- 
tion, Portrait Records; Gordon Anderson, 
director, national promotion, Associated 
Labels; Bob Feineigle, director, album 
promotion, E/P/A; Joe Casey, director, 
promotion, country music marketing, CBS 
Records; and Don Eason, director, national

promotion, black music marketing, E/P/A.

'A New Era' 
Emphasizing the expansion that has 

taken place within the E/P/A promotion 
staff over the past year, Gurewitz stressed 
that these developments signalled "the 
beginning of a new era - one that will be 
brighter and more successful than any in 
our history." 

After a free day on Friday, presentations 
resumed the following morning with a 
series of speeches from top executives of 
Columbia Records and CBS Records 
marketing. Addresses by Jack Craigo, 
senior vice president and general manager, 
Columbia Records, Don Ellis, vice presi- 
dent, national A&R, Columbia Records, 
Paul Smith, senior vice president and 
general manager, marketing, CBS 
Records, and Frank Mooney, vice presi- 
dent, branch marketing distribution, CBS 
Records, were sandwiched around a 
product review by Bob Sherwood, vice 
president, national promotion, Columbia 
Records. 

Craigo, in his introductory remarks, 
called for an end to musical categories and 
in their place the establishment of a "one 
music universe" comprised of across-the- 
board hit songs. "Today, we record and 
market to consumer segments of the total 
record buying audience," he said. "Let's 
work towards some changing times in 
country and black music, in progressive 
jazz and in international music to allow 
records to be presented to radio program- 
mers and accepted by radio as total music 
rather than market segmentation as a 
short-term means of targeted 
demographics." 

Craigo then introduced Ellis and Joe 
Mansfield, Columbia's vice president of 
marketing, as "the two guys who head the 
label" and who are responsible for turning 
over "the finished music to CBS branch 
marketing for local inventive promotion, 
sales and advertising." 

Craigo concluded his remarks by focus- 
ing on two areas critical to the label's efforts 
to maximize the advertising dollars spent 
on national campaigns - promotion 
coverage and in-store merchandising. "We 
have the most effective marketing 
organization in the world," he said, "but 
marketing media assets cannot be invested 
and applied to breaking hit songs unless 
singles are tested and consumer response 
is measured at retail (so) that radio's listen- 
ing audience confirms the potential of the 
record." 

Ellis spoke about the A&R strategy for 
the Columbia label. He said the strength of 
the Columbia roster lies in the diverse 
backgrounds of its artists. 

"Nowhere is this more obvious than in 
the success that we've enjoyed in the first 
half of this year with Johnny Mathis," Ellis 
said. "By pairing him with Deniece Williams 
and matching them with a giant song, we 
achieved a success level which I don't 
believe could have happened at any other 
company." 

He went on to cite "the close interaction 
between the A&R and artist development

Gov't White Paper 
Opens Door For 
Radio Expansion 
LONDON - A long-awaited government 
white paper on broadcasting published 
recently has opened the doors for a 
dramatic expansion of licensed radio sta- 
tions in Britain, according to a report from 
Radio and Records News in London. 

Following the report, at least 10 new BBC 
local radio stations and five ILR stations' 
are expected within two years. Despite the 
fact that the broadcasting lobby lost its fight 
for a fourth TV channel, the government 
has granted the Independent Broadcasting 
Authorities all of its wishes as regards 
radio. 

The first series of new stations will come 
from a list prepared by the IBA last autumn. 
Final choices will not be known for at least 
two months, however, the white paper 
singled out Cardiff and the Highlands and 
Islands of Scotland for priority treatment. 

New Franchises 
The IBA expects to be able to award 

franchises for the first stations by Jan. 1979 
with the stations being operational the 
following January. However, it might be 
possible to begin broadcasting in Nov. 
1979 if, in the words of the Broadcasting 
Authority, the contractors "cut corners." 

The BBC stations, also expected to be 
operational in two years, will be designed to 
be medium to small in size and serve more 
remote areas such as Scotland with several 
small community stations in Greater Lon- 
don. 

Nippon Columbia Marks 
Yanacheck Anniversary 
TOKYO - Nippon Columbia is expected to 
launch a special campaign for Yanacheck 
as a commemoration of the fiftieth anniver- 
sary since his death. 

Yanacheck, a famous Czechoslovakian 
composer, died in 1928. Nippon Columbia 
is going to develop a print, TV and radio 
campaign. 

The records the company is promoting 
include: "Chroitzel Sonata," "Gragol Misa" 
and "Piano selections of Yanacheck."

NEW YORK - Versatile Records, Ltd., New 
York, has signed an exclusive licensing 
agreement with Teichiku Records, Tokyo, 
for distribution rights to the entire Versatile 
catalogue in Japan.

Cello Concerto with Neville Marriner con- 
ducting the Mostly Mozart Festival 
O. chestra, was not quite as successful as 
Galway. Partly due to Avery Fisher's less 
than ideal acoustics, his tone sounded a lit- 
tle thin in the first movement; however, his 
phrasing was consistently elegant. In the 
Adagio, the young cellist made his instru- 
ment sing, and he also excessed in the 
elaborate filigree work of the Rondo. 

The two Mozart symphonies that framed 
the concertos in this concert received une- 
qual treatment from Marriner and his 
forces. The Symphony No. 28 in C major, K. 
200, was very well performed. Especially 
notable were the first violin's exquisite ren- 
dition of the dovetailing figures in the first 
movement and the gaily played, Haydnes- 
que finale.

the original cast album has just been 
released on Universal's subsidiary, MCA 
Records. 

Now that she has a track record in the 
theatre, Hall plans to write more musicals. 
She would also like to record another 
album, but "nobody's invited me lately," 
she said. If a label was interested, she ad- 
ded, she might ask Delores Hall (no rela- 
tion), who plays Jewel in the musical, to sing 
her songs on an LP entitled "Hall Sings 
Hall." 

Showstopper 
As Jewel, servant of Miss Mona, the 

brothel's madam, Delores Hall performs a 
showstopping R&B number entitled "24 
Hours Of Lovin'." Otherwise, however, the 
music is a mixture of Broadway and country 
and western. In fact, some of the show's 
best musical selections are foot -stomping 
hoedowns with well -choreographed dance 
routines. 

The overall tone of the show is far 
removed from the big city connotations of 
prostitution. Its focus is on small-town 
America, with all the innocence and 
nostalgia that that implies. "Depending on 
your family," Hall commented, "it could be 
a family show. I have two children, and Pete 
Masterson has three, and not only have 
they all brought their friends, but almost 
every one of the children goes home and 
makes their parents come. 

Although it is unlikely that the movie ver- 
sion of "Little Whorehouse" will get a PG 
rating, Hall maintained that there is nothing 
here which is not suitable for children. "I 
want my children to understand what this 
means," she reiterated. "Because it's about 
saying one thing and doing another. I'm not 
embarrassed about reality. I think that the 
more they know about the truth, the better 
off they'll be."

sounded brusque and over -calculated; and 
the Minuet was played too fast to carry the 
massive weight of the movement. Only in 
the finale did the performers seem to have 
the right feeling for the music. 

Christopher Eschenbach, whose renown 
has arisen largely from his role as accom- 
panist to such famous lieder singers as 
Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau, proved a sur- 
prisingly adept conductor in an all -Mozart 
recital. For example, his strong leadership 
helped created an incisive, ebullient 
reading of the "Figaro" Overture, with shar- 
ply emphasized sforzandos and smoothly 
developed crescendos. 

Under Eschenbach's direction, the 
Mostly Mozart Orchestra also served up a 

very fine rendition of the "Haffner" 
Symphony. While the first movement didn't 
have the propulsive drive of some other 
performances, the conductor maintained 
excellent dramatic tension and made im- 
peccable transitions. We also 
demonstrated good dynamic control, es- 
pecially in the Andante, and his version of 
the finale had a cyclonic energy. 

Unfortunately, Eschenbach was unable 
to direct the orchestra adequately when he 
soloed in Mozart's Piano Conerto No. 21 in 
C major. The effort of keeping the other in- 
strumentalists together seemed distracting 
to the pianist. Although this playing was 
highly polished in most places, it seemed 
perfunctory and lacked warmth. The 
cadenzas presented difficulties to the 
soloist, as if he were not totally familiar with 
them, and his sound in general was not big 
enough for this kind of concerto. 

After the intermission, however, when he 
sat down to play the Concerto No. 27 in B - 

flat, Eschenbach's earlier reticence and 
fussiness seemed to have disappeared. 
perhaps because of the arrangement of 
solo and orchestral parts, he found it easier 
to conduct from the piano bench, and his 
own performance was superb. Orchestra 
and soloist played together as a single unit, 
with especially appealing interplay bet- 
ween the pianist and the woodwinds in the 
first movement. In the Andante, Eschen- 
bach made telling points even when he was 
playing only single notes. And in the finale, 
his feather -light touch, elegance, and free - 
flowing spontaneity combined to create a 
tour de force. ken terry

"The state of the art of jazz fusion is 
questionable," say Klemmer. "A lot of bor- 
ing, crappy records have been made. I 

think some jazz musicians are getting into 
areas they can't handle. You don't have to 
go disco to sell. 

"In spite of the success of Chuck 
(Mangione) and Grover (Washington), I 

think the record business in general is still 
overlooking the potential of jazz. The talent 
and sales potential are there." 

Klemmer is well -versed in the potential 
of jazz sales. In 1970, a year before Miles 
Davis' landmark "Bitches Brew," Klemmer 
forged a jazz/rock fusion with "Blowin' 
Gold" which sold approximately 100,000 
units. "Touch," a smooth, melodic and in- 
novative album from the mid -1970s 
reached 300,000 record buyers, a 

remarkable achievement for a jazz album 
of that period. 

Direct- To- Disc 
Currently, Klemmer is discussing the 

possibility of a direct -to -disc recording with 
acoustic guitarist, Oscar Castro -Neves. 

"Arabesque" recently bulleted to #3 on 
the Cash Box Top 40 Jazz album chart and 
showed substantial strength on the pop 
album chart. With this success and the 
nature of his upcoming projects, it is more 
than apparent that Klemmer's role as a 

premier jazz musician remains 
undiminished.

Jukebox Operators 
Sued By ASCAP 
Over Licensing 
NEW YORK - Operators of a jukebox 
located at Cafe 72, at 302 East 72nd St. in 
Manhattan, have been sued by ASCAP for 
failure to comply with the licensing require- 
ments of the new federal copyright law. The 
move represents the first lawsuit brought 
against a jukebox operator by the licensing 
organization. 

Under the 1976 copyright law, operators 
are required to pay a compulsory annual 
license fee of $8 per jukebox. According to 
the U.S. Copyright office, only 130,000 out 
of an estimated 500,00 jukeboxes in the Un- 
ited States have been registered under the 
new law. 

Defendants 
Named as defendants in the ASCAP suit 

were Carmen Bracchetta, president of 
Paramount Automatic Machines Corpora- 
tion and Paramount Vending Company, 
and Harry Kolodny, president of 
Paramount Cigarette Corporation, 
Paramount Entertainment Corporation, 
and Paramount Cigarette and Entertain- 
ment Corporation. Both defendants are 
located at the same address, 421 Bruckner 
Boulevard in The Bronx, New York. 

Plaintiffs in the suit were ASCAP mem- 
bers Senior Music; Sergeant Music Com- 
pany; Gladys Music; Warner Brothers Inc.; 
International Korwin Corporation; Kilting 
Music Inc.; Revelation Music Public Corp.; 
and Morley Music Company. If the plaintiffs 
win the case, statutory damages would 
amount to at least $1,750, according to 
ASCAP. 

Damages 
The complaints charge the jukebox 

operators with infringement performances 
on seven ASCAP licensed songs. If the 
court determines that infringement did oc- 
cur, damages for each song range from 
$250 to $10,000 under the copyright law. 

According to an ASCAP spokesman, the 
licensing organization plans to be 
"vigorous now in suing jukebox operators 
who continue to show contempt for the law 
and the rights of creators by failing to com- 
ply with the copyright act.

molten solder through which pass printed 
circuit boards. Chemically treated areas on 
the bottom of the boards accept the solder 
and complete the circuits to the various 
electronic components. 

The close-up camera also gave watchers 
an operator's view of high-speed precision 
machine that produce thousands of parts 
used in every phonograph. 

The program also spotlighted the fac- 
tory's computerized production and quality 
control testing facilities. Rock -Ola 
engineers have designed computers that 
direct operators through complicated wir- 
ing assemblies, and as each step is com- 
pleted, the computer checks the operation 
before the operator can proceed to the next 
step. 

Product Testing 
In the record changer -player assembly 

department, TV viewers saw hundreds of 
units being tested simultaneously. The 
hundreds of spinning turntables, revolving 
records and waving record changer arms 
vividly depicted the operating test each 
Rock -Ola phonograph must pass before it 
is installed in a cabinet. 

Rock -Ola phonographs made for coun- 
tries outside the United States require 
special modification. The electric power, 
the coins and the language differ from 
country to country, and viewers saw how 
these modifications are installed and tested 
on Rock -Ola phonographs destined for 
countries around the world. 

Prior to being packed each completed 
Rock -Ola phonograph goes through three 
final inspections. The first inspection is an 

audio test where the phonograph is played 
under normal and severe operating condi- 
tions. This test assures that the power 
system, speakers, tone arm and other 
audio assemblies are in perfect operating 
order. 

Additional Tests 

The second test is conducted by a com- 
puter. In a matter of minutes it puts the 
phonograph through a comprehensive test 
under stress conditions, the purpose of 
which is to find operating flaws or 
weaknesses that would not normally show 
up for months or years under normal play- 
ing conditions. 

Tested and approved phonographs 
receive one more final examination before 
packing. The cabinet exterior is checked 
thoroughly to make sure all chrome, glass, 
metal and wood parts are in perfect condi- 
tion. Approved Rock -Ola phonographs are 
then packed and shipped to every conti- 
nent of the world. 

The half-hour NBC-TV program, "Bub- 
ble Gum Digest," features one product 
each week that is of interest to teenagers.

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Going Solo After Hit Group M usic, Marketing Showcased 
(continued from page 21) 

But breaking the solo artist can be a 
grueling process. Such was the case with 
Jay Ferguson, who went solo after group 
stints with Spirit in the '60s and Jo Jo Gunne 
in the '70s. He had been with 
Elektra/Asylum for three years before hav- 
ing his first hit "Thunder Island." Sherell 
described breaking Ferguson as "very per- 
sonal, very emotional, and very expensive. 
Jo Jo Gunne was moderately successful, 
but Jay didn't have a high profile within the 
group. He had to go out and work as if it was 
his first record." 

Ferguson's manager, Marty Pichinson 
had required a maximum effort. "When I 

took Jay on for management, his first solo 
album had already bombed. What I did with 
him was twofold. First, we took every job on 
the road that we could get and took every 
piece of press that we could get. We even 
reverse merchandised back to the label. 
When 'Thunder Island' started to break, we 
went ahead and made up 'Thunder Island' 
rain protection kits -a disposable raincoat 
in a can - and I sent one to each promotion 
man. It turned out to be such a success that 
we forced E/A into doing the promotion. 
The second was the development of Jay's 
image. Even though Jay writes and plays 
the keyboards, we were just interested in 
getting the name Jay Ferguson out. The 
next album will have a picture of Jay behind 
a keyboard." 

Unlike others who were interviewed, 
Pichinson did not minimize the value of 
identifying the artist with his old group. "I 
had a meeting with Jay," Pichinson says, 
"and we decided that, in Jay's current 
'Thunder Island Show,' he would do a 
medley of Spirit songs like 'Run, Run, Run,' 
'I've Got A Line On You,' and 'Mr Skin' and 
the past is nothing but a help. It's a point of 
conversation to just sit in the car with a 
program director and just reminisce about 
how much fun it was back in the '60s. It 
makes you a human being and not just a 
piece of flesh with a record. If you ignore the 
past you're gonna lose press and people. 
You're betting on the fact that a program 
director played your Spirit record and was 
a fan and isn't it fun to help someone from 
your past. 

"The only time identification with the past 
can hurt is with a promoter who was burned 
at the tail end of the group's career. But 
mainly our job is to get the label to believe. 
We had to change four booking agencies 
during Jay's last tour, because every time 
the record slumped, the agency backed 
off." 

But, in spite of the aforementioned suc- 
cesses, there is always the possibility of 
failure, or a falling short of expectations. 
For instance, Marty Pichinson talked about 
his failure to launch the career of ex - 
drummer for the Elton John group, Nigel 
Olsen, "I can't tell you how we built up Nigel 
Olsen because, sorry to say, we didn't. 
Maybe we went to the wrong label (Colum- 
bia). When we signed Nigel, there was a lot 
of belief. But I think that sometimes record 
companies get too big, and it's impossible 
for one label to work 30 to 50 pieces of

product because priorities get lost. I think 
it's a fine album, but CBS couldn't get any 
airplay on it. I think CBS just had too many 
other priorites." 

Lack Of Promotion 
Label problems also hurt Phillipe Wynne, 

who as lead singer for the Spinners sang 
lead on countless hits only to plummet to 
obscurity when he went solo. Manager Ron 
Mason explained that being signed to the 
same label as The Spinners was a draw- 
back for Wynne. "The Spinners sell a lot of 
records for Atlantic and there was always a 
problem for us in terms of promotion. The 
Spinners felt that they didn't want it 
generally known that they had sustained a 
loss and they put a lot of pressure on the 
record company not to advertise Phillipe 
Wynne - former lead singer of the Spin- 
ners. Obviously, I wanted that identifica- 
tion. The major thing you accomplish with 
the first release is having it accompanied by 
a full blown promotional campaign. While 
the industry may know who the artist is, you 
have to thrust upon the public that here is a 
star who has sung on many hit records, and 
we constantly hit heads with the company 
on that. 

"There was also a problem in Phillipe's 
strategy. I wanted to concentrate on a 
recording career, while Phillipe wanted to 
immediately go out before the public. 
Because of his frustrations with the Spin- 
ners, where his creative juices were not 
allowed to flow, the minute he was out there 
he wanted to do everything. And that can 
someimes be a mistake. Phillipe was very 
concerned about having an act that could 
go out and work immediately, as well as 
write material and produce and record an 
album, and as a result, they all sufferred."

a national television advertising campaign 
for the Atlanta Rhythm Section. 

Neil Bogart, president of Casablanca 
Records & FllmWorks, announced that a $2 
million promotion blitz has been targeted 
for the four solo albums by Kiss members 
that will soon be released. Bogart predicted 
that each album would ship platinum, and 
noted that all advertising for the releases 
would feature the four albums grouped 
together. 

Standing Ovation 
Al Coury, president of RSO Records, 

received a standing ovation from the nearly 
100 executives assembled from all 14 
Polygram branch locations. Coury narrated 
an audio-visual presentation that 
highlighted the success of "Saturday Night 
Fever," "Grease," "Sgt. Pepper," and solo 
albums by Andy Gibb and Eric Clapton. 
Coury also previewed upcoming albums 
from the Bee Gees, Player, Yvonne Elliman, 
Jim Capaldi, and Marcy Levy. 

For the first seven months of the year, 
Polygram -distributed labels have scored 
10 platinum albums, 5 platinum singles, 13 
gold albums, and 11 gold singles.

departments" as a major factor in the 
success of emerging artists such as Elvis 
Costello, Eddie Money and Karla Bonoff. 

Future Trends 
Of future A&R trends, Ellis said, "If there 

is a trend in pop music today, it is toward 
simplification, and this week's big smash 
albums by the 'S' boys - Springsteen, 
Seger and the Stones - should make this 
abundantly clear." 

Ellis said he knew of no instance in which 
any Columbia A&R man has actively 
solicited signing an artist from another 
record company. "They come to us," he 
said, adding that the criterion for signing 
superstars from other labels is "that we 
must be able to offer that artist the ability to 
increase his sales well beyond what they 
are where he is." 

According to Ellis, the Columbia artist 
roster is not expanding by leaps and 
bounds. "It is still a highly select group to 
which few can aspire," he pointed out. "To- 
day's Columbia pop artist roster is exactly 
the same size that it was three years ago, 
although our business has grown im- 
measurably." 

Flexible Approach 
Mooney, recently appointed head of the 

CBS branch operation, urged participants 
to be "flexible" in their approach to meeting 
the challenge of an ever-changing record 
market. "Be assured that we are going to 
keep changing, reacting to meet the de- 
mands of the market and may be making 
some innovations as we go along to in- 
fluence consumers to buy our products 
even more often than they do now," he said. 

Appearing in formal attire complete with 
top hat and tails, Sherwood stressed the 
future directions of Columbia Records 
promotion in an hour-long audio visual 
presentation keyed to the 50th Anniversary 
of the Academy Awards. 

Sherwood introduced six candidates for 
Columbia Record of the Year. Artists and 
records showcased were: Marilyn McCoo 
and Billy Davis, Jr. - "Shine On Silver 
Moon"; Lynn Anderson - "Last Love Of My 
Life"; Bob Dylan - "Baby Stop Crying"; 
Stephen Stills - "Can't Get No Booty"; 
Cheryl Lynn - "Got To Be Real"; and Bruce 
Springsteen - "Badlands." 

Each of the records was introduced by 
major Hollywood celebrities - Clark 
Gable, Lieutenant Columbo, John Wayne, 
Walter Brennan and Henry Fonda - whose 
voices were audible from a location off 
stage. In between each record, Bobby Rich, 
program director of New York radio station 
99X, discussed the five CBS marketing 
regions via pre-recorded tape. 

The presentation was conceived by 
Chuck Thagard, director of national A/C 
promotions and trade relations, Columbia 
Records, and put together by the entire 
national marketing staff, including 
Sherwood and Luba Firchuk, manager, 
promotion administration.' 

Central Core Marketing 
Smith, in his closing remarks, recapped 

Don Dempsey 
the week's activities before moving to an in- 
depth discussion of the Central Core 
Marketing system. "Central Core 
Marketing ... that's more than just a fancy 
phrase," Smith said. "lt is a combination of 
all the professional departments that 
enables us to support our artists in a man- 
ner no other company can." 

Smith went on to explain the system's 
structure, saying that CBS Records presi- 
dent Bruce Lundvall oversees the three 
major components - Columbia, E/P/A 
and CBS Records marketing - which are 
headed by Craigo, Dempsey and Smith 
respectively. 

Smith, through a series of slides, then in- 
troduced the key executives who direct 
these three groupings. 

"Jack Craigo has two important 
organizational components at Columbia," 
he said. "Don Ellis heads A&R with Mickey 
Eichner, Michael Dilbeck, George Butler 
and Don Devito, who collectively ad- 
ministrate some of the most astute talent 
seekers and talent developers in any com- 
pany. On the marketing side, Joe Mansfield 
directs Bob Sherwood, Arma Andon, Ron 
McCarrell, Ron Oberman, Hope Antman 
and a staff of marketing professionals who 
are as innovative as they are effective. 

"Moving to the other side of the tree 
where Don Dempsey is firmly entrenched," 
Smith continued, "key decision -makers in- 
clude Tony Martell, Larry Harris, Jim 
Tyrrell, Lenny Petze, Bobby Colomby and 
Lorne Saifer. Under them are department 
heads - Ai Gurewitz, Al DeMarion, Al 
Bergamo, Jim Charne and Susan Blond - 
who are responsible for coordinating and 
implementing the efforts of dozens of key 
professionals working across the country." 

Key executives at CBS marketing, ac- 
cording to Smith, include Le Baron Taylor 
(VP, black music), Rick Blackburn (VP, 
country music), Mooney, Mike Martinovich 
(VP, merchandising) and Joan Griewank 
(VP. planning and research).
