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EDITORIAL 
Taking The Crunch Out Of Christmas 

Looks like there will be glad tidings for the record 
industry this holiday season. Ironically, while sales 
and profits are at an all-time high, it appears the only 
problem may be that business will be so good, de- 
mand will again outdistance supply. 

Fortunately, indications are that the industry has 
learned from the mistakes of 1977 which resulted in 
a near -critical year-end record pressing crunch. In- 
stead of waiting until the last minute, manufacturers 
wisely have been pressing catalog product, along 
with periodic new releases, during the traditionally 
slow summer months in an attempt to prevent 
another crunch this season. 

Dealers, too, are taking a more studied approach 

as the labels introduce their fall Incentive programs. 
As one label's sales rep put it, "We have started our 
discount program, but the orders we are getting are 
very realistic. People aren't going overboard like 
they did last year." 

It is probably safe to say extenuating cir- 
cumstances like those which contributed heavily to 
last year's LP shortage (the deaths of Elvis Presley, 
Bing Crosby and members of Lynyrd Skynyrd, for in- 
stance) will most likely not be repeated this year. 
Still, it is reassuring to see that the industry, by ex- 
amining its own recent past, is better prepared to 
take advantage of what is shaping up to be the most 
profitable holiday season ever.

Those labels which have already started 
their restocking plans include Polygram, 
RCA, Capitol, A&M, ABC, Chrysalis and 
Arista. Most of the programs involve dis- 
counts of anywhere from five to 10 percent 
(given either in discounts from invoice of 
free goods) and extended or split dating 
under which payments can be made as 
much as 120 days after orders are placed. 

CBS, WEA, MCA, Motown and Fantasy 
have not announced any year-end 
programs yet, although executives at some 
labels said they plan to but hadn't worked 
out their programs yet. 

Most manufacturers have placed no 
restrictions on ordering procedure, with the 
exception of Polygram Inc. Polygram's 
program requires that a dealer purchase a 
lump quantity from each Polygram - 
distributed label equivalent to 15 percent of 
the amount billed to the account during the 
first six months of the year. 

In other words, if an account had billed 
$1 million in RSO product during the first 
six months of 1978, an RSO order of $150,- 
000 would be necessary for the account to 
take advantage of Polygram's discount and 
dating. Accounts were also required to 

place a first order by Aug. 31 to qualify for a 
second order in October. 

Once the prerequisites are met, 
Polygram offers a discount of 10 percent 
and gives dating of 60 days after the order 
is placed. This applies to the first order as 
well as those placed in October. The 
program features the entire Polygram 
catalog. 

RCA's "Superstar Sellathon" fall 
restocking program offers discounts on 
300 albums described as "the cream of the 
catalog." These 300 albums and their tape 
counterparts are subject to an eight per- 
cent discount granted in the form of eight 
free albums for each 100 ordered. 

The ordering period began Sept. 5 and 
runs through the end of the month. Ac- 
counts are given an additional 60 days on 
top of the label's usual 60 days billing. 
Salsoul albums will also be available in the 
fall restocking program. The discount for 
Salsoul is offered as "buy 11 - pay for 10." 
Titles include "Samba Soul," "Disco 
Boogie," "Double Exposure," "Salsoul's 
Greatest Hits" and "Rockets." 

Because RCA offered special prices on 
the Elvis Presley catalog in August, Presley 
product is not included in this program. 

Capitol Records' program, which began 
Aug. 28 and runs through Sept. 29, involves 
split dating, in which half the payment is 
due in mid -December, the other half in 
January. Capitol gives a five percent dis- 
count which is taken off invoice.

Pickwick Shooting For $1 Billion By 1983; 
Retail Store Openings Will Be Accelerated 

by Ken Terry 
GREAT GORGE, NEW JERSEY - Pickwick 
International expects to have sales in ex- 
cess of $500 million this year and is aiming 
for annual volume of $1 billion by 1983, 
These estimates were announced by 
Pickwick International President C. Charles 
Smith before approximately 1,200 com- 
pany employees and guests at Pickwick's 
annual convention at the Playboy Resort 
and Country Club here last week. 

The four -day conference, which took 
place Aug. 27-31, was the first Pickwick 
convention at which all six of the company's 
divisions were represented under one roof. 
At last year's separate conventions for the 
retailing division and the rack sales divi- 
sion, personnel from other parts of the 
company were present as observers. This 
year, however, Pickwick Records, Keel 
Manufacturing and Disc Printing, the Dis- 
tribution Division and Pickwick Great 
Britain all participated in the convention. 

Explaining this new arrangement, Smith 
said, "We were convinced that there was a 
great deal to be gained if all divisions of the 
company joined together to feel the 
oneness that could flow from such a joint 
meeting." 

Conversations with convention 
delegates indicated that the spirit of the 
convention, symbolized by the slogan 
"Charge Together," was indeed one of un- 
ity. There was apparently no feeling of 
rivalry between the rack jobbers and the 
retail store managers. And, while some 
jousting was in evidence between 
managers of Discount Records outlets and 
those from Musicland stores, several par- 
ticipants remarked that the dissension had 
declined considerably since last year. 

In contrast to the situation at the 15477 

retailing conference, all store managers 
wore name tags that merely identified them 
as Pickwick Retailing Division employees, 
rather than as Discount Records or 

Musicland personnel. On the other hand, 
representatives of the recently -absorbed 
Sam Goody chain were identified as Goody 
employees. 

Biggest Record Company 
Smith noted that the Goody acquisition 

would bring in about $40 million of added 
volume to Pickwick by the end of 1978. With 
this help, he said, Pickwick would 
"probably" hit the $500 million mark this 
year, two years ahead of schedule. Smith 
added that, if his projection comes true, 
"You will have become the first record com- 
pany to have achieved a half billion dollars 
of volume in the United States. In the 
process, you have charged past both CBS 
and Warner to become the largest com- 

pany in this country in record sales. 
"That is not to say that size in itself is the 

outstanding criterion for success, but size 
is unquestionably a consequence of a suc- 
cessful operation, and your size is an in- 
dicator to the world that you are the best in 
our business." 

Smith predicted that the retailing divi- 
sion, which presently encompasses ap- 
proximately 370 stores, would double in 
size by 1983 to somewhere between 700 
and 900 units. At last year's retailing con- 
vention, in contrast, the company announ- 
ced that it planned to own 600 stores by 
1982. In order to accomplish Pickwick's 
new goals, Smith said, the pace of retail

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Labels, Plants Gearing For 
Year -End Pressing Crunch 

by Jeff Crossan 
LOS ANGELES - To avoid the logjam 
which last year overloaded pressing plants 
during the year-end holidays, record labels 
are attempting to get a head start on 
production this year in preparation for the 
peak sales season. 

A survey of label production executives 
and pressing plant officials has revealed 
that the recording industry is anticipating a 

pressing crunch similar to last year's, 
despite the fact that the deaths of Elvis 
Presley and Bing Crosby, which glutted 
plants with orders for catalog pressings, 
were cited as the primary reasons for the 
shortage of LPs during the fourth quarter 
last year. 

Some production execs believe that if 

there is an LP shortage during the upcom- 
ing holiday season it will be because the 
growth of new pressing facilities has not 
kept pace with ever-increasing record 
sales. Within the past year, RCA shut down 
two major pressing plants and Capitol 
closed another. 

Busy Summer 
The majority of pressing plants surveyed 

report that the traditionally slow summer 
months were busy this year as most labels 
attempted to press ahead on their catalog 
items. During last year's logjam, many 
labels had to curtail production of catalog 
items to press new releases when the CBS 
record pressing division was forced to 
allocate pressing capacity on a 

percentage -of -previous business basis. 
Plant executives also report many 

facilities are working six days a week, in- 
stead of the usual five, at extended hours. 

And a number of labels report they are 
currently employing more pressing plants 
than they did during the holiday season last 
year. 

At Elektra/Asylum Records, Mel Posner, 
vice chairman, said the label has doubled 
the number of plants it is using, from three 
last year to six this year. 

"Hopefully the extra plants will take us 
through the fall," says Posner. "We 
pressed ahead on our catalog more this 
year than we ever have in the past. The 
record industry is getting into multi- 

Com. Act Rewrite 
Roundly Criticized 
At L.A. Hearings 
LOS ANGELES - The proposed rewrite of 
the Communications Act of 1934 was roun- 
dly denounced by almost all of the more 
than 30 witnesses testifying Aug. 25 at a 

seven -hour hearing at the UCLA Law Cen- 
ter. Representative Henry Waxman, a 

member of the House subcommittee on 
communications, attended the hearing and 
added his voice to those condemning the 
proposed rewrite for repealing the public 
interest standard. 

Waxman's criticism of the bill, HR 13015, 
was mild compared to most of the wit- 
nesses. Chester Migden, national ex- 
ecutive secretary of the Screen Actors 
Guild, called it "The Communications Ab- 
dication Act of 1978." None of the witnesses 
wholeheartedly endorsed the bill and the 
general consensus of the hearing was that 
the bill should be returned to the drawing 
board. 

Among the most frequently repeated 
themes of the rewrite's critics were that the 
deregulation of the broadcast industry was 
not in the public interest and that with the 
elimination of stations' requirement to 
ascertain community needs the number of 
public interest programs would seriously 
decline. The bill calls for station licenses to 
be issued in perpetuity and limits the basis 
for challenging and revoking licenses. 

platinum now and that takes up a lot of the 
pressing capacity." 

Jean Schutz, production manager at 
Kaiser -Century's K -Disc pressing plant in 

Saugus, Ca., echoes Posner's sentiments. 
"'Grease' and 'Saturday Night Fever' 

sold so many more records than normal 
that the industry is ordering earlier this 
year," he says. "While they were releasing 
their big records in late September last 
year, they are releasing them in early Sep- 
tember this year to pick up the extra 
volume." 

K -Disc is currently pressing six days a 

week and is three weeks ahead of last year, 
Schutz says. 

May Hit Harder 
At the Monarch Records plant in Los 

Angeles, Bob Barone, vice president and 
general manager, says he's expecting to 
have to keep the machinery running around 
the clock, seven days a week this year 
despite the fact that the company will soon 
be opening a second facility. The crunch 
might even hit harder this year, Barone 
believes. 

"We extended hours last year," he says, 
"and I think we'll have to do that again this 
year. At the moment I see no indication that 
it's going to be any different. As a matter of 
fact, it might even be worse. I think a lot of 
people are planning on even bigger 
releases this year." 

Monarch pressed at capacity during 
June, July and August, which in previous 
years were the slowest months for the plant, 
according to Barone, who says he expects 
to keep the pace up through September

Witnesses Testify 
In Odyssey Probe 
LOS ANGELES -A federal grand jury in 
San Francisco will begin interviewing wit- 
nesses this week as part of its investigation 
of the 31 -store Odyssey Records chain. 

An estimated 15 to 20 witnesses will be 
called before the Grand Jury and offer 
testimony on a variety of charges stem- 
ming from a six-month probe of Odyssey by 
the FBI. 

The proceedings come less than a month 
after a search of Odyssey's Capitola 
warehouse by the FBI investigators and 
Santa Cruz police in which numerous com- 
pany files were confiscated. 

Testimony will continue to be heard 
through September and into October, after 
which the Grand Jury will determine 
whether the evidence presented warrants 
the issuing of indictments.

Lynda Carter 
"I see no conflict in combining music and 

acting careers," said Lynda Carter, whose 
angelic alto voice is featured on "Portrait," 
her Epic Records debut. "Years ago, 
Ginger Rogers sang, acted, and danced. 
Doris Day did that too. And look at John 
Travolta! He's the perfect example of a con- 
temporary performer that's doing it all - 
albums, movies and a television series. 
Now it's time for a contemporary woman to 
do the same." 

Carter, who plays the title role in the 
television series "Wonder Woman," is 
already branching out into other areas of 
show business. At age 25, the former Miss 
World U.S.A. wants it all - to excel as an 
actress, a recording star, a nightclub per- 
former and a songwriter. She took her first 
step In that direction during July when she 
made her Las Vegas nightclub debut at 
Caesars Palace. 

"'Wonder Woman' has been really good 
to me," she explained as she prepared to 
tape an episode for the program's fall 
series. "Because of the visibility the show 
has given me, I'm able to sing as honestly as 
I can without having to worry about im- 
pressing someone. As restricted as the 
character or the show might seem, it's 
really given me the opportunity to get into 
something I love dearly." 

Carter began singing professionally at 
age 15, when she worked weekends at a 
pizza hangout in Tempe, Arizona. After 
high school, she sang and toured the coun- 
try with two different groups for three years. 
"It was a lot of hard work," she recalled. "Six 
days a week, four sets a night. It was just 
paying dues. I liked it for a while, but then I 

stopped liking it and tabled music. I just 
didn't want to make my living singing in 
bars anymore." 

That was in 1970. Two years later, away 
from music, Carter won the Miss U.S.A. 
contest; she later went on to become Miss 
World U.S.A. While in England for the latter 
contest, she cut three singles for EMI, one 
of which was called "It Might As Well Stay 
Monday." "The response was good, and it 
was a positive experience, but I didn't really 
care for the country," she said. 

Carter came back to the States to make 
the pilot for "Wonder Woman," then the 
serles. Now she has come back to music, 
encouraged by her husband and manager, 
Ron Samuels. 

"Ron is the one who got me back into 
singing," she admitted. "He heard a tape of 
my voice and thought I was crazy for not do- 
ing it. But I'm sure glad I did, because I had 
forgotten what a turn -on singing Is and how 
incredible it can make you feel." 

Around the time they got married, 
Samuels arranged for Carter to co -host five 
segments of "The Mike Douglas Show" so 
that she could present herself as a singer. 
"Ron's creative Instincts are really 
something. Both the Caesars Palace book- 
ing and the record deal blossomed on ac- 
count of those appearances. 

"The album gave me the chance to sing 
as straightforwardly and as honestly as I 

can," Carter said. "I discovered a lot about 
myself during the sessions. It was such a 
personal and fulfilling experience that all 
my troubles seemed to dissipate as soon as 
I started singing." 

Bob McGilpin 
"The last few weeks have been a total 

learning experience," says Bob McGilpin 
whose debut album, "Superstar," is re- 
ceiving a concerted push from Butterfly 
Records. "I never realized how the system 
worked." 

McGilpin is learning fast. He moved to 
L.A. two years ago from Lincoln, Nebraska 
with a band called Straight. Typical of many 
young musicians' fortunes, the band ran 
aground after wide-eyed expectations. 

"I guess we were all a little naive coming 
from Lincoln," says McGilpin. "I had been 
working In a grocery store during the day 
and playing with the band at night. We 
came to L.A. to make it but then after 
several months of being low on money, we 
had no choice but to break up. Everybody 
else pretty much drifted back to Lincoln but 
my wife and I stayed in L.A. because if you 
want to be in the music business, this is the 
place to be." 

As a result of the work with Straight, 
McGilpin met independent producer Nor- 
man Ratner who encouraged him to con- 
tinue writing songs. While he worked at the 
Broadway Wilshire department store as an 
assistant stock manager, McGilpin worked 
steadily to perfect his craft, writing many of 
the vibrant, rock/disco songs which appear 
on the new album. When he showed Ratner 
the material, Ratner offered to finance 
demo production. During the initial run 
around town with the tape, Motown ex- 
pressed interest and held the tape for six 
months. But the break did not come. 

"It was a big disappointment when 
Motown passed," says McGilpin. "My wife 
Janie and I felt a big letdown. But Norman 
refused to give up and got our mood back 
up." 

McGilpin went back into the studio and 
cut several more songs with the encourage- 
ment of Ratner who counseled "write a 
smash this weekend and we'll record it on 
Friday." 

With the resulting tape, Ratner ap- 
proached Butterfly and received an im- 
mediate strong response. After McGilpin 
met with A.J. Cervantes, label president, 
and the bond was strengthened, McGilpin 
signed for a million dollar, multi -album seal. 

The "Superstar" album, produced by 
Ratner, has received a concentrated But- 
terfly campaign, kicked off by special 
promotional packages which included a 
cassette, album and selected comments by 
McGilpin about each cut. After a massive 
mailing, McGilpin toured 16 cities to visit 
key radio and retail people. 

"Some people thought the name of the 
album was pretentious but it created 
curiosity and was an effective way to get 
people to remember my name," says 
McGilpin. "Because of the support from 
Butterfly, I had some credibility instead of 
being Bob who?" 

A mime artist was also hired for 
promotional visits, acting out three songs 
from the album. Preparing his stage act, 
McGilpin is currently studying with a magi- 
cian to learn how to pull a rabbit from his 
hat, levitate his guitar and learn how to dis- 
appear. Not from the music scene though. 

"Now I have the opportunity to go out and 
either stand tall or fall flat. I feel that I'm 
ready." 

Producers Series: 

Galuten/Richardson Aim For 
Records That Communicate 

by Charles Palkert 
NEW YORK - It's been their year. The 
production team of Albhy Galuten and Karl 
Richardson have amassed, so far, a total of 
seven number one singles and over 30 
weeks of chart domination during 1978. 
The record industry hasn't seen anything 
like it since George Martin scored a string 
of four Beatle hits in six months in 1964. 

Galuten and Richardson's rash of 
number one singles includes "Grease" by 
Frankie Valli, "Shadow Dancing" by Andy 
Gibb, "How Deep Is Your Love" by the Bee 
Gees; "Love Is Thicker Than Water" by 
Andy Gibb, "Emotion" by Samantha Sang, 
and "Stayin' Alive" and "Night Fever" by 
the Bee Gees. 

The co -producers reached their present 
renown by very different paths. Galuten 
grew up in Westchester County outside of 
New York City, and developed an affection 
for R&B music, which he listened to con- 
stantly on New York radio stations. Pursu- 
ing his R&B heroes, and hoping to make 
some money as a session musician, he 
down to Memphis before he turned 20, 
where he played piano and organ for 
several of Stax sessions. He then spent a 
year and a half at the Berkelee College of 
Music in Boston before returning to 
Memphis. 

R&B Exodus 
From Memphis, Galuten followed the 

R&B exodus to Miami and picked up work 
as a sideman on sessions with Aretha 
Franklin and Eric Clapton. He also struck 
up friendships with noted producers Jerry 
Wexler and Tommy Dowd, which led to a 
job at Criteria Studios and an association 
with Karl Richardson. 

Richardson, a native of Miami, was 
always an electronics hobbyist. A ham 
radio operator as a child, he began study- 
ing for an engineering degree at Miami's 
Dade College, and then became a disc 
jockey for radio station WEDR. He also 
began doing P.A. mixes for local clubs, 
which, he said, "naturally led to the studio." 
And the studio happened to be Criteria. 

While on the engineering staff at Criteria, 
Richardson worked closely with Arif Mar - 
din, who produced the Bee Gees' "Main 
Course" album. Richardson engineered 
the album, and the Bee Gees were so im- 
pressed that they asked him to engineer 
their next LP, "Children of the World." 
Although the Bee Gees had planned to 
produce themselves, Richardson related, 
"we got through one week of recording and 

I felt there was an objective ear missing. As 
artists, sometimes, the Bee Gees weren't 
looking at the music as objectively as they 
knew they should be. Albhy was in England 
producing a record, so I called him up and 
got him back to Miami on the next flight to 
cut a couple of tracks. The album turned 
out to be the first album that Albhy and I co - 
produced. 

Expertise And Intuition 
The two men blend electronic expertise 

and a sensitive intuition for today's popular 
music. Galuten has maintained that 
"engineering is something I have to put up 
with." His real interest has always been, he 
said, "trying to be involved with the song 
from the time it's the germ of an idea to the 
final mastering on the tape. In other words, 
the whole concept, and the ability to corn -

Unfortunately, CB staffer Joey 
Berlin reports, the 3,000 -seat (6,000 capacity including ground seating) outdoor arena has 
not yet developed an orderly system of getting people in, often causing waits of an hour or 
more to get inside. What makes the Starlight's problems really bad is the way they take 
away from the enjoyment of the fine shows that are put on there. Atlantic's jazz -fusion 
violinist, Jean-Luc Ponty, was one artist whose stirring performance August 13 suffered 
from the audience's difficulty in getting in to see him. Along with Ralphe Armstrong's fiery 
bass, Ponty soared through an exciting program of material mostly from his new "Cosmic 
Messenger" album. Capricorn's Marshall Tucker Band had the same trouble August 25. 
But the six -man rock -country -western band put on a fine show anyway, coming back for 
three encores.But those who arrived early enough found opening act Jay Boy Adams and 
his group to be excellent players in the MTB mold, and their set was enthusiastically 
received. With all the fine musicians playing the Starlight this season it's a real shame these 
traffic flow problems continue to hinder the quality of the shows. 
SHORT TAKES - The title of the new Jethro Tull album is "Bursting Out" ... John Denver 
has been cited in the congressional record by Sen.

Price of KGB, says he can't comment on the 
legal action because he hasn't been served 
with any papers yet. 

"Anybody can sue anybody about 
anything," commented Price, "but I don't 
know of any alliance being formed." 

The Mexican stations are planning a ma- 
jor FM expansion and a change of format 
aimed at the 12-34 age group. 

In a separate action against the defen- 
dants, Noble is asking for at least $1 million 
in punitive damages for alleged defamatory 
statements made about the firm.

This track 
from the "Foul Play" soundtrack is characteristic 
Manilow: somber beginning and build to soaring 
end. Strings, piano, horns and Manilow's delivery 
make this Top 40/MOR material. 

STYX (A&M 2087) 
Blue Collar Man (Long Nights) (3:37) (Almo 
Music/Stygian Songs - ASCAP) (T. Shaw) 

Taken from the forthcoming album "Pieces Of 
Eight," this first single has enough guitar action to 
resurrect any working man depressed by the un- 
employment line.

White is back with a new album "Barry White 
The Man" which is set for release Sept. 15.

KEEP PLAYING THAT ROCK ̀ N' ROLL - Their current favorites are the Eagles, Donna 
Summer, Chick Corea, Herbie Hancock and the music from Robert Stlgwood's films, 
although the Beatles, the Rolling Stones and Elvis Presley are still popular. But if they 
want to buy any of these artists' albums, it can cost up to $100 on the black market. 

They are the listeners of Radio Free Europe. From a single production facility in Munich, 
Germany, five different stations in six languages are programmed for beaming into 
Bulgaria, Czechoslovakia, Hungary, Romania and Poland (along with Radio Liberty, which 
broadcasts into the Soviet Union). The woman responsible for the music programming on 
the Bulgarian station, Glide Karoll, visited the Cash Box Hollywood office last week and ex- 
plained the operation of Radio Free Europe. 

"Music is a very important part of our programming, as is news about music," reports 
Gilda, a charming 27 -year veteran of Radio Free Europe who speaks seven languages. 
"There's no information at all about rock and jazz and Western music available in Eastern 
Europe, so the cultural information behind the music is vital. As a result, of our programm- 
ing, our young people know more about American music than a lot of Americans." 

Gilda says that she uses the Cash Box Top FM Rotation chart along with other trades to 
select her music, which is 90 percent American. Her Bulgarian station airs American Hit 
Parade, American Album Hit Parade, World Hit Parade, and special programs on jazz, 
country, and R&B as well as interviews and special events. Gilda says her station was the 
only one outside the U.S. to immediately broadcast the recent White House Jazz Festival. 

Radio Free Europe (and Radio Liberty) are funded by Congress and administered by the 
Board for International Broadcasting. The governments of most of the receiving countries 
try to jam their signals, but both short and medium (AM) waves are used and something is 
always open. A number of transmitters are scattered around Europe at the most opportune 
places for broadcasting into the Communist countries. 

"Our ideological and sociological impact 
is so great that government leaders fre- 
quently denounce us," Gilda notes. "But 
rock and jazz and the rest are universals, 
and the kids love our programs. They all try 
to play it themselves and there's a thriving 
black market for records. I know of Rolling 
Stones albums selling for $100." 

When the July 4th Beach Boys, Santana, 
Joan Baez Moscow concert was cancelled 
and Soviet youths rioted in protest, many 
wondered how they came to care so much 
about American music. But after talking to 
Gilda it became clear that it'll take more 
than an Iron Curtain to block the growth of 
rock 'n' roll. 
NEW STATIONS - WSDO (Studio 107) is 
the newest station in the Miami/Ft. Lauder- 
dale market. Formerly easy -listening 
WGLO, Studio 107 will employ a "true Top 

40" format, according to PD Spanky Lane, featuring a wide range of singles and LP cuts. 

The 
new station's call -out system was set up with the help of former Cash Box researcher Scott 
Anderson ...

KYTX/Amarillo is a 100,000 -watt, stereo FM station operating 24 hours a day with new 
equipment, including studios and a 470 -foot tower. KYTX (KY99) will work closely with 
Western Merchandisers, a distributor serving a 600 -mile radius of Amarillo, to determine 
audience preferences as reflected in the marektplace. GM/PD is Spike Santee, formerly of 
KYYS/Kansas City, and the MD is Max Miller.

Survey Differences Explained 
By Six Rating Co. Spokesme 

by Joey Berlin 
CHICAGO - Fledgling and established 
rating services shared the spotlight at the 
recent NAB Radio Programming Con- 
ference here during a session on "Ratings 
... What's New With The Numbers." 
Spokesmen from six survey companies, in- 
cluding Arbitron, Burke, TRAC 7, Media 
Statistics, RAM Research and Professional 
Research Services, explained their ser- 
vices' unique qualities, methodology and 
market coverage. 

Arbitron is clearly the largest of the rating 
services, covering almost every county in 
the country, but each of the services can 
point to qualities in their surveying that set 
them apart from the others. The six com- 
panies gather their information differently, 
present it differently and serve different 
markets. 

Bill Engle, Arbitron's vice president of 
radio sales, noted that radio has moved into 
"an age of data applications," and added 
that Arbitron is now involved in much more 
than determining average quarter hour and 
cume figures. 

"About 80 percent of the information we 
put out is in other areas," Engle said. 
Among the other areas Engle referred to 
are audience turnover, success in reaching 
target audiences, audience composition 
analysis and reach and frequency figures. 

Loyola Radio Conference 
Scheduled For Nov.3-5 
CHICAGO - The ninth annual Loyola 
National Radio Conference will be held at 
the Marriot Hotel and the Lewis Towers 
Campus of Chicago's Loyola University 
November 3-5. The nation's oldest and 
largest college -sponsored radio event 
draws radio people from coast to coast as 
well as representatives of record com- 
panies and hardware and software com- 
panies. 

The keynote speaker will be Gary Deeb, 
nationally syndicated TV-Radio critic for 
the Chicago Tribune. Other attractions in- 
clude sessions dealing with radio manage- 
ment, programming, advertising and 
engineering and suites featuring technical 
exhibits and record label presentations. 

McLendon Sells KNUS 
LOS ANGELES - KNUS/Dallas, the final 
outpost remaining in McLendon Corpora- 
tion's once -extensive radio empire, has 
been sold to SJR (San Juan Racing) Com- 
munications, pending FCC approval. The 
station reportedly cost SJR $3.75 million. 
SJR already owns stations in New York, 
Washington, D.C., Cleveland, Philadelphia 
and Atlanta. 

Engle also spoke about Arbitron's new 
research technique, the Expanded Sample 
Frame, designed to reach unlisted 
telephone residences and increase 
minority response ratios. The ESF will be 
used in eight markets this fall and is expec- 
ted to be used in all ARB markets by 1981. 
There are currently 201 markets regularly 
surveyed by Arbitron through a variety of 
techniques. 

New Rating Services 
On the heels of recent announcements 

that ABC Radio will be purchasing the 
TRAC 7 and Burke surveys and NBC Radio 
will be buying TRAC 7, the presentations by 
the new rating services drew a lot of people 
to the session. TRAC 7 was represented by 
vice president Avery Gibson; Burke sent 
vice presi ,ent Lew Alpert. 

Gibson explained that TRAC 7 will be 
surveying the top 20 markets in 1979, 
adding the next 20 in 1980 and reaching a 
final total of 50 in 1981. TRAC 7 will start 
with New York, Chicago, Los Angeles, San 
Francisco and Washington, D.C. this fall.

Sillerman's 
father, Mickey, is a well-known veteran of 
broadcasting and syndication. 

Sillerman-Morrow has not announced 
what formats they will use at the stations, in- 
dicating that they will go into the community 
and ascertain what is needed. 

"We want to give radio back to the audi- 
ence," says Morrow. "People are so con- 
cerned with market statistics and computer 
print-outs that they've forgotten what radio 
was invented for - and that's the 
audience."

distribution, earning the respect of his 
peers and developing an instinctive sense 
of how to work a record. 

"One of the main lessons I learned from 
Jac Holzman," says Posner, "is that no one 
gives you something, you have to go after it. 
That is what Elektra does best. This 
business is in many ways a big crap game. 
You cannot be afraid to take risks. When 
you believe in what you have, go for it." 

Throughout its history, Posner says, the 
Elektra label has demonstrated an 
aggressive approach to growth and innova- 
tion. Beginning as a high-priced, speciality 
label for folk artists, Elektra has been in the 
vanguard of significant changes in the 
music industry. 

In 1958, Elektra was one of the first com- 
panies to become involved in the ex- 
perimental, technological breakthrough of 
stereo. In 1964, the development of None- 
such Records paved the way for budget 
line classical records. Posner played a key 
role in developing the merchandising cam- 
paign and licensing of material from 
Europe which registered the following year 
as 50 percent of Elektra's volume. Ac- 
cording to Posner, the Elektra/Nonesuch 
venture into classical budget records 
became a model which 22 companies 
emulated in the subsequent years. 

'New Music' 
1967 was a "transitional year" in which 

Elektra signed its first pop/rock act, Love. 
The back-up band for Love at an L.A. ap- 
pearance was a little known group called 
The Doors. Sensing the "new music" of- 
fered by The Doors, Elektra signed the 
group and released the first album which 
sold two million units. 

"The Doors was a major turning point in 
music," says Posner. "It was a time of 
change and you had to be on the street to 
really sense what was happening. Sud- 
denly instead of orders of 2,000 records, 
distributors wanted 20,000. There was a 

panic to find production facilities." 

Pioneering Developments 
Elektra also pioneered other develop- 

ments such as use of the Sherwood Press 
album cover which subsequently swept the 
industry at the 1968 NARM convention. In 

the same year, Elektra debuted a 

"Hootenanny Series" which reflected 
another burgeoning development in music - the marriage of folk, country and rock 'n' 
roll. To handle these and other develop- 
ments, Elektra, under Posner's direction, 
attempted "unorthodox moves in distribu- 
tion." 

"There was a distributor in New York 
called 'New Deal' whose organization was a 

departure from then contemporary dis- 
tribution patterns," says Posner. "Because 
we were handling volume our indie dis- 
tributor in N.Y. could not financially 
manage, I went direct and sold to Korvettes 
and Sam Goody. 

"I ended up with two distributors in one 
market which in some ways was the beginn -

store openings would have to be ac- 
celerated. This means that the company 
will open more units in 1979 than the 50 
they launched this year. Smith noted that, 
by 1983, Pickwick retailing "will have a 

significant penetration into every major 
U.S. market." 

Commenting on Pickwick's plans for its 
distribution division, Smith said, "Pickwick 
will be the most significant force in a 
network of distribution locations positioned 
nationally to bring to market effectively the 
product of the medium and modest -sized 
labels who do not choose to be part of the 
distribution systems of major manufac- 
turers. Pickwick is committed to the main- 
tenance of independent distribution for 
these labels and will be recognized by im- 
aginative and aggressive producers as the 
reasonable alternative to joining major 
manufacturers' distribution organizations." 

Smith also saw room for expansion in the 
budget records field. Within five years, he 
said, Pickwick Records will be "more than 
twice its present size with a much larger 
than present market share, as budget 
product becomes more of a bargain com- 
pared with the escalating prices of original 
release product and as the quality and 
spread of Pickwick's offering becomes ac- 
cepted as an integral contribution to every 
consumer's record library." 

U.K. Sales 
One of the most notable features of this 

year's convention was the presence of a 
contingent from Pickwick Great Britain, 
headed by Monty Lewis. Although he 
regularly attends the annual NARM con- 
ference, Lewis said this was the first time he 
or any of his people had attended a 

Pickwick International convention. 
Founded 16 years ago, Pickwick GB is a 

major supplier of budget records in the Un- 
ited Kingdom. According to Lewis, 
Pickwick's economy lines account for 66% 
of the total budget product sold in the U.K. 
Last year, he said, they shipped more than 
15 million units: 

The biggest customers of Pickwick GB 
are supermarkets and department stores 
like Woolworth's and W.H. Smith. Two- 
thirds of the company's 90 salesmen sell to 
accounts directly from vans. Thus, in effect, 
Pickwick GB performs a rack function for 
their own records. 

Three years ago, Pickwick GB set up a 
full -line rack jobber called Pickwick Record 
Distributors. Today this subsidiary supplies 
records from all labels to between 850 and 
900 retailers. Smith estimated annual 
volume of this new division at five to six 
million dollars. 

Meanwhile, Pickwick GB has been ex- 
porting its budget lines to other European 
countries for the past 10 years. This opera- 
tion has been particularly successful since

Lewis did not rule out the possibility that 

Pickwick GB might acquire or open retail 
stores in the U.K. "With the support of 
American Can Co. (parent of Pickwick)," 
said Lewis, "we are investigating every 
area, whether it is manufacturing, retailing, 
or distribution." 

In his speech, Smith stressed the fact 
that Pickwick GB works closely with the 
company's top management. "Not only 
does Monty coordinate his planning, 
budgeting and execution with the cor- 
porate team," he noted, "but on such basic 
programs as joint licensing of product from 
major labels and bulk exporting of Pickwick 
product to the European Common Market, 
Pickwick GB works very closely with the 
rest of the company to maximize the utiliza- 
tion of all of the company resources." 

Smith envisioned closer ties between the 
domestic rack sales division and Pickwick 
Record Distributors in Britain over the long 
run. By 1983, he predicted, Pickwick's rack 
operation "will not only continue to be the 
largest in the U.S. and by that time in the 
U.K., but will also be a prominent supplier 
to every major chain retailer of prerecorded 
music in these countries." 

Looking beyond the U.S. and Great 
Britain, Smith added, "Pickwick will have a 

major presence in a number of foreign 
markets where we now have a modest or in- 
significant share. These markets will 
probably include the European Common 
Market, Japan, Australia and Canada, at 
the very least." 

Rack Division Gains Accounts 
While Pickwick's Rack Sales Division is 

still secure in its position as the largest rack 
jobber in America, competition for racked 
accounts has intensified over the past year, 
according to Eric Paulson, national 
manager of the Rack Sales Division. This 
has been mainly due, he said, to the 
"strengthening of Lieberman Enterprises 
through their acquisition of ABC Records 
and Tapes." 

At the same time, he noted, some of 
ABC's former customers have sought new 
suppliers, including United Records and 
Tapes, Bee Gee Distributing and Pickwick. 
As a direct result of the changeover, he 
stated. Pickwick was able to add the Say -on 
stores in California as a new racked ac- 
count. In addition, his division recently 
began racking the Gem chain in Hawaii and 
the Berkshire stores in Texas. 

"We're not done yet," Paulson added. 
"We're taking a very aggressive posture in 
our rack division." Paulson attributed this 
new attitude to the arrival of "different peo- 
ple in positions of responsibility at the com- 
pany." Since these managers are not only 
good businessmen, but professional 
record people. "We can't stand still," he 
said. "We can only go forward."

Hall Of Fame Nominees Announced 
NASHVILLE - Johnny Cash, Vernon 
Dalhart, Grandpa Jones, Hank Snow and 
The Sons of the Pioneers have been 
nominated this year to the Country Music 
Hall of Fame by the Hall of Fame 
Nominating Committee. This year's induc- 
tee will be chosen by an anonymous panel 
of more than 200 electors. 

Each elector, who must have par- 
ticipated actively in country music for at 
least 10 years, will vote by secret ballot. 
This year's winner will be announced on the 
12th annual Country Music Assc. Awards 
Show to be televised Oct.9 on CBS -TV. 

Columbia's Cash first appeared in the 
middle 50's on KWKH's Louisiana Hayride 
and recorded on the Sun Label. A member 
of The Grand Ole Opry, Cash has received 
six CMA and six Grammy Awards. He has 
performed before a United States Presi- 
dent and hosted a network television show 
for three years. 

Born Marion T. Slaughter, Dalhart is 
credited as being the first country 
recording artist. Under various names, he 
recorded many songs in the 20's and 30's 

on Victor, Bluebird, Columbia, Velvetone, 
Crown and Perfect Labels. Dalhart's 
biggest hits were "Prisoner's Song" and 
"Wreck of the Old '97." 

A singer, humorist, banjoist and regular 
member of The Grand Ole Opry, Grandpa 
Jones began in radio in 1929 and worked 
the WLS Barn Dance in Chicago, III. begin- 
ning in 1935. He joined the Opry in 1946 and 
today is a regular member of the nationally 
syndicated tv series, "Hee Haw." 

Canadian Snow has recorded for RCA 
since 1936 with over 80 albums to his credit. 
An Opry regular, his greatest hits are "I'm 
Moving On," "Fool Such As I" and "Hello 
Love." 

The Sons of the Pioneers formed in 1933 
and recorded for several labels. The group 
changed members several times, and 
among the most famous to play with the 
Pioneers were Roy Rogers, Tim Spencer 
and Ken Curtis (Festus on "Gunsmoke"). 
Original group member Bob Nolan 
authored many of the Pioneer's original 
songs including the classic "Cool Water" 
and "Tumbling Tumbleweeds."

WVOK/Birmingham Bought 
For $1.1 Million By Sanders 
BIRMINGHAM, ALA. - Nashville broad- 
casting executive Mack Sanders, owner of 
WJRB/Nashville, announced last week his 
purchase of WVOK-AM here, his second 
radio property acquired in the past year. 
Sanders bought the 50,000 -watt station for 
$1.1 million, subject to approval by the 
Federal Communications Commission 
(FCC). 

Sanders purchased WVOK from Voice of 
Dixie Inc., which had owned the station for 
31 years. Voice of Dixie was created by the 
families of Cyril M. Brennan, Sr., and 
William E. Benns. The Brennan family also 
owns WBAM in Montgomery, Alabama. 
The sale amounted to Sanders purchasing 
the Benns interest in WVOK, with the Bren- 
nan family assuming total control of WVOK- 
FM, K-99. 

WVOK is the second station to be 
purchased by Sanders since moving to 
Nashville over two years ago. Last October 
Sanders bought WENO, now WJRB, after 
he began to sell the radio outlets in his 
Midwestern radio chain.

Two Rogers Songs 
NASHVILLE - Chris LeDoux, professional 
rodeo rider, songwriter and artist with 
several albums to his credit, has been com- 
missioned by the Will Rogers Centennial 
Committee to write and record two songs to 
help commemorate the Will Rogers Cen- 
tennial Celebration set officially to get un- 
derway on Nov. 4, Rogers' birthdate. 

The commission will utilize the two 
LeDoux songs In Its promotions across the 
United States, as well as several foreign 
countries. The 29 -year -old LeDoux, who 
records for his own Lucky Man Music Co., 
Is the same age as was Rogers when he en- 
tered show business in 1905. 

"We feel like we picked the perfect per- 
son to write these songs," said Evan Arthur, 
coordinator for the Centennial Celebration. 
"It just seemed natural for the singing bronc 
rider to pen some songs about a man with 
whom he had so much in common. If Will 
were alive today, he would want to help 
Chris as much as he did Joel McCrea when 
he was a young man just getting started in 
the movies." 

At a press conference here August 28, 
WVOK general manager Dan Brennan an- 
nounced the sale with mixed emotions, but 
said he was confident that Sanders would 
continue the same format and programm- 
ing ideals. Sanders reaffirmed Brennan's 
words when he said, "Our plans are to carry 
on - to continue with country music. I don't 
know anything else." 

Sanders also told the press gathering 
that he and his wife, country music enter- 
tainer Sherry Bryce, would be actively in- 
volved in the day-to-day operation of 
WVOK. "Country music has come a long 
way and we're very proud to be involved .. . 

I'm going to be involved in Birmingham just 
like I am in Nashville." 

Other aspects of the sale discussed at 
the press conference included Sanders' 
plans to relocate WVOK in new quarters, 
with construction of a new building to begin 
at a future date. Sanders also mentioned a 
possible call -letter change, but gave no 
specifics. 

After signing the contract to relinquish 
control of the station, Dan Brennan said 
that he and his family will still remain active 
in broadcasting. Brennan said, "We will 
concentrate on the ownership and opera- 
tion of FM K-99 which is an album -oriented 
station wtih programming designed for 
young adults." 

Public Survey 
The next process in completion of the 

sale will include a survey of the public in the 
Birmingham area, by Sanders, to deter- 
mine if the station is meeting the listeners' 
programming needs. Such a survey is re- 
quired by the FCC prior to approval of the 
sale of any radio station. Sanders says he 
hopes to begin the survey sometime this 
month. Assuming the FCC approves the 
sale, Sanders should be in control of WVOK 
sometime before the first of the year. 

In a related story, Sanders told Cash Box 
he is currently working on an application to 
the FCC which would allow him to make 
WJRB/Nashville one of the first AM stereo 
experimental stations in the country. San- 
ders said, "AM stereo will be here soon ... 
there's no doubt about that, and if the FCC 
approves of what we want to do, we'll have 
the very first country formatted AM stereo

... KSSS is 740 on the dial. The station ended -up selling more than 1,600 gallons of gas 
during the promotion. 

It's a very interesting thing to see established radio stations change formats to country. It 
may have started with WDAF/Kansas City a little over a year ago. They had been a sleeping 
MOR giant before changing to a country format and gaining more listeners than they had 
ever had before. Earlier this year WMPS/Memphis and KLZ/Denver changed to country 
from contemporary formats. KIRL/St. Louis changed from top 40 to country in March. 
Most recently WWSW/Pittsburgh and WSAI/Cincinnati have gone from contemporary to 
country formats also. While some PD's and managers are still fretting over lost numbers in 
the past ARB, others are actively trying to get new listeners by going to country music. In 
the months to come, look for this interesting trend to continue. It's plain to see that country 
radio is going to have one of its best years in 1978.

make the decision as to which one will carry 
the program. However, before the CMA will 
authorize CBS to set up lines to a station in 
a multiple -member market, the CMA must 
receive a written notice from all stations in 
that market, agreeing on the one which will 
be carrying the program. 

For over a year, the CMA has been 
negotiating with Kraft Foods, J. Walter 
Thompson and the network in order to 
make this simulcast possible. Stations 
wishing to carry the show must notify the 
CMA in writing by Sept. 15, 1978. Stations 
will be required to run the show intact and 
to insert special radio spots over the Kraft tv 
spots.

radio station in the nation." 
New Building 

Sanders said he's almost certain the FCC 
will approve his request - so certain in fact - that Sanders has built a new building on 
Music Row to house the station with all new 
stereo equipment. Sander explained that 
the idea of a country stereo AM station in 
Nashville is great because most country 
records are produced in Nashville. "It's the 
natural place to begin to experiment with 
country AM stereo." 

Besides the fact that Sanders has in- 
vested a great deal of money into WJRB - 
with the new building and equipment, he is 
also applying to the FCC to increase 
WJRB's tower height by 420 feet. Sanders 
said increasing the height of the tower by 
that much would be almost like doubling 
the station's listening coverage. WJRB is a 

full-time station with 5,000 watts. 
With the purchase of WVOK, Sanders 

has not closed the door to future radio 
purchases in the south. In fact, Sanders 
had a stipulation writen into the WVOK 
purchase contract that if the Brennan 
family ever wants to divest itself of WVOK- 
FM, they must give Sanders the first oppor- 
tunity to buy it. 

In the past 20 years, Sanders has owned 
or shared ownership in various stations 
around the country. At this time, however, 
Sanders is in the process of, or has already 
relinquished his ownership in several sta- 
tions in the north, including K000 AM -FM 
in Omaha; KBIL/Kansas City; KTOW- 
KGOW/Tulsa; and KFRM in Salina, Kansas. 

Sanders noted his vast experience in 
radio ownership will enable him to have 
great success with both WVOK and WJRB. 
Sanders indicated he would announce the 
opening of his new building, with an open 
house sometime this month.

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LLASSICAL 
Opera Record Sales Benefit 
From Regional Productions

Last year, an estimated 9.2 million peo- 

ple attended at least one opera in the U.S., 
and 68 major companies spent $79.7 
million on their opera productions. 

Two weeks ago, Cash Box examined the 
increasing popularity of opera outside the 
established cultural centers of the nation. 
This week, in the second installment of a 

three-part series, Cash Box examines the 
impact of regional opera companies on 
local retail opera sales. 
NEW YORK - Major classical labels have 
long considered New York, Boston, San 
Francisco and a few other major urban 
cultural centers as the primary, if not the 
only, markets for retail opera sales. 

Yet, several cities boasting regional 
companies have, according to a Cash Box 
survey, experienced a dramatic opera 
sales surge. Rita Hubert, buyer for the 
Music Street/Wide World of Music chain in 

Seattle, noted that the presence of the 
Seattle Opera has "increased sales 
tremendously." Especially significant, 
Hubert said, was the effect of the Pacific 
Northwest Opera Festival. The Festival 
traditionally performs Wagner's "Ring" cy- 
cle, and the sales follow-through, Hubert 
reported, "continues all year, even though 
the Ring is just a summer festival. It's quite 
amazing." 

Another sign of the regional company's 
continuing influence has been their par- 
ticipation in local in-store promotions. 
Hubert said that such promotions have 
boosted sales in Seattle, particularly ap- 
pearances by well-known visiting opera 
stars like Joan Sutherland. In addition, 
Hubert said, TV appearances by opera per- 
sonalities like Luciano Pavrotti have led to 
"appreciable sales rise" afterwards. 

The 10 -store Swallens chain in Cincin- 
nati has also experienced an upsurge of 
sales in opera records. Jerry Petite, the 
chain's buyer, estimated that opera now ac- 
counts for slightly less than half of the 
chain's total classical volume of 7% an- 
nually. Petite noted a sales swing in the 
direction of younger buyers. "There seems 
to be an upsurge among younger people 
between the ages of 20 and 24." Petite said, 
"and it's been surprising to me that there 
was such a strong interest. But apparently 

the Cincinnati Opera has really helped to 
increase local interest." 

A prime example of a secondary market 
contributing to the opera sales boom has 
been Syracuse, New York. Caroline West, 
classical sales supervisor for the Discount 
Records store there, estimated that opera 
accounts for over 35% of "a very substan- 
tial" classical business. 

She also cited the Syracuse Opera Com- 
pany as an essential catalyst in the opera 
sales surge. "Customers are very much in- 
fluenced by what the local company plays," 
West said, "and we do our best to maximize 
the effect by running a sale on whatever 
particular opera happens to be in town." 

CLASSICS IN CONCERT 
AVERY FISHER HALL, NYC - A recent 
performance of Bach's monumental Mass 
in B Minor was a mixed success, with the 
Musica Sacra Chorus under Richard 
Westenburg's direction outclassing any of 
the individual soloists. 

Founded in 1973, Musica Sacra is 
becoming increasingly well known around 
New York. During the coming season, the 
choral group will offer performances at 
Avery Fisher of Verdi's "Requiem," Han- 
del's "Messiah," an all -Vivaldi program, an 
all -Mozart program with soprano Elly 
Ameling as soloist, and Bach's "St. 
Matthew's Passion." 

In the B minor mass, the choral work was 
very sonorous, well-timed and highly 
polished. Although Westenburg's pace in 
many of the choruses, particularly the 
opening Kyrie, was somewhat on the slow 
side, the broad, gracious tempo often 
opened new vistas of vocal beauty and 
revealed many subtle details in the score. 
One notable exception was the "Et Incar- 
natus Est" and "Crucifixus" sequence in the 
Credo, which was so static that there was 
no sense of forward motion at all. However, 
the ascending, interlocking phrases of 
"Gratias Agimus" in the Gloria blossomed 
into a breathtaking climax, and the con- 
cluding "Dona Nobis Pacem" was a 
reverential sunrise of sound. 

The best of the soloists was soprano 
Susan Davenny-Wyner, who has made a

CLASSICAL ALBUM REVIEWS 
SATURDAY NACHT FEVER: `Disco' Sounds Of 1830. Tur- 
nabout TV 34741. List: $3.98. 

With its pop -oriented title and attractive cover graphics, this 
budget -priced album is designed to appeal to an untapped 
market of impulse buyers who would normally never think of 
purchasing a classical record. The name of the orchestra that 
performs the ten light classical selections here is purposely 
omitted from the jacket and liner notes; instead, the LP's 
presentation concentrates on the music itself, which includes 
Mozart's "Eine Kleine Nachtmusik," the Scherzo from Men- 
delssohn's "Midsummer Night's Dream" and several works by 
the Strausses. 

PAVAROTTI: Hits From Lincoln Center. London OS 26577. 
List: $7.98 

The title of this one is a bit misleading: Although the LP does 
feature the selections which Pavarotti sang at his televised 
recital from the Met, the versions of those arias on this album 
were not recorded at the recital. In fact, seven of the 14 tracks 
here were culled from previous discs. Nevertheless, Pavarotti's 
singing never fails to delight. 

CHOPIN: Concerto No. 2 in F minor: Trois Nouvelles Etudes: 
Scherzo No. 2 In B -flat minor. Emmanuel Ax, pianist; 
Philadelphia Orchestra, Eugene Ormandy, conductor. RCA 
ARL 1-2868. List: $7.98. 

This is the first recording Ax has made as a concerto soloist; 
but, to judge by its high quality, it will not be the last. Morever, Ax 
displays a real affinity for Chopin's music. His playing is elegant 
and finely controlled, with plenty of strength and individuality. 
Most importantly, the pianist shows a sense of musical propor- 
tion that brings out the best in every passage.

specialty of singing with symphony 
orchestras. Although her liturgical ex- 
perience has been limited, she delivered a 
consistently pure, lovely vocal sound, es- 
pecially in her duet with tenor Seth McCoy. 
Her major difficulty with this kind of music, 
as revealed in the "Laudamus Te," is that 
her voice is not agile enough to handle the 
fioriture. In addition, she was hampered in a 
couple of numbers where she sang with in- 
adequate altos. The featured soloist, Elaine 
Bonazzi, was unable to attend the perfor- 
mance, and several of Musica Sacra's altos 
took turns handling the solo parts. Three of 
these singers were vocally unspectacular 
and evidently unfamiliar with the music. 
The fourth, Lorna Meyers, was a bit flat in 
her rendition of the tra?ic "Agnus Dei," but, 
compared to the others, she was in a class 
by herself with her rich, vibrant tone and ex- 
pressive delivery. 

Bass John Cheek had the wrong kind of 
voice for "Quoniam Tu Solus Sanctus," 
which seemed to call for a more mature, 
deeper timbre. This suspicion was borne 
out when he did a fine job with "Et In 
Spiritum Sanctum," which is a more 
pastoral melody in a higher tessitura. Seth 
McCoy was at his best in the aforemen- 
tioned duet with Davenny-Wyner, where he 
seemed to adjust his voice to suit hers. 
Elsewhere, despite his limited range and 
powers of projection, McCoy gave a satisfy- 
ing account of himself. 

The Mostly Mozart Orchestra was ex- 
cellent throughout the performance. 
Special kudos to the woodwinds, who ac- 
companied the soloists in many of the more 
intimate passages, and to the trumpeter 
and French horn player, who came through 
magnificently. lt is always a pleasure to 
hear such a professional performance.

ing of rack jobbing in the midstream of the 
business." 

During this period, Posner advanced 
within the Elektra family, moving from sales 
manager to general manager and then ex- 
ecutive vice president. In 1973, after 
Holzman had left the company, Posner 
became president with David Geffen serv- 
ing as chairman, bringing with him the 
Asylum label. Elektra had been acquired by 
Warner Communications which decided to 
form its own distribution arm combining 
Warner Bros., E/A and Atlantic. Together 
with the late Joel Friedman, then of WB and 
David Glew of Atlantic, Posner traveled 
across the country and built the landmark 
WEA distribution network. 

WEA Founder 
"lt was a question of controlling our 

destiny," says Posner. "David and Joel and 
myself analyzed the sales patterns, 
manufacturing centers and geographical 
regions and devised a system of cen- 
tralized distribution points. lt took seven 
months of our lives to put it together." 

While many within the industry felt that it 
could not be done, Posner traveled the 
country arranging warehousing space, of- 
fice operations and the myriad of other 
components necessary to efficiently 
operate a farflung distribution system. 
Because of the revolutionary nature of the 
concept, Posner met more than expected 
resistance. However, the efforts of Posner, 
Friedman and Glew established the con- 
cept of "Superdistributors." 

Also in 1973, Posner and Geffen, sen- 
sing the shifting winds of the music 
business, moved the Elektra/Asylum label 
to the west coast. In 1975, Joe Smith 
became the new chairman. Under 
Holzman, Geffen and Smith, Elektra was a 
prime contributor to another development 
in the music business - the growth of FM 
radio. 

"We were in on the ground floor of FM 
because we sensed its importance for the 
album market," says Posner. "George Dun- 
can at WNEW-FM was trying to reach a 
whole new audience and was meeting with 
mixed results. We supported him with ad- 
vertising dollars because we had faith. With 
the advent of FM radio, the singles market 
began deteriorating. We went with the 
change." 

Posner noted that whereas five or six 
years ago a solitary hit single created a 
smash album, two or three singles are 
needed to have that breakthrough for an 
album today. The last five years has also 
seen the growth of many different 
marketing, merchandising and pro- 
motional aspects of the business. 

Changing Nature Of The Business 
"The business has changed greatly," 

says Posner. "In some ways, I know aspects 
of the business that no longer exist because 
I had to wear different hats. Today, many 
jobs are compartmentalized and you can- 
not get the overview that working from the 

street up helps you develop." 
In his long tenure at the label, Posner has 

helped Elektra/Asylum branch out from an 
elite singer/songwriter roster image. In 
1978, Elektra/Asylum's jazz fusion division 
under the leadership of Don Mizell has 
released 15 albums and taking an 
aggressive approach to the burgeoning 
genre. In addition, Posner reports that 
Elektra/Asylum is establishing a strong 
representation in the country music field. 

"We are going into country with both feet, 
the legs and the whole body," says Posner, 
who adds that E/A will be announcing 
several major signings in the next several 
months. "Three years from now, we hope to 
do about $40 million with country music." 
Although acknowledging that E/A has

Dealers Unconcerned About 
Record Shack's MoveTo L.A. 

by Cookie Amerson 
LOS ANGELES - Record Shack, one of the 
nation's largest one stops, with offices in 
New York, Atlanta, Cleveland, Dallas and 
Paris, opened a Los Angeles outlet Aug. 28. 
Amid speculation that the move may signal 
a major shake-up in area wholesaling, 
Cash Box contacted president Ed Portnoy, 
who declined to comment on the com- 
pany's plans. However, discussion with 
area dealers and an examination of a flyer 
that Record Shack mailed out to accounts 
gave some indication of the possible direc- 
tion the company may take. 

Sources familiar with the firm's operation 
in other cities noted that the usual policy is 
to employ several phone sales people who 
blanket the area with cats introducing new 

product, discussing sales and generally 
urging the customer to try new product. 
One source, commenting on Record 
Shack's pricing structure, explained, "They 
offer approximately 25 titles that list for 
$7.98 at the special price of $4.19 per week, 
with about 10 of those titles being in the top 
20 of the trade charts. They also offer two to 
three titles per week at the same list price 
for $3.98, which is a considerable savings 
since in most instances the manufacturer's 
price is $4." 

While noting that Record Shack had set 
up offices in Compton, away from the hub 
of wholesale activity in downtown Los 
Angeles, sources indicated that local black 
dealers would be hardest hit by the move.

But discussions with area wholesalers, 
such as John Johnson, owner of John's 
Music, a one -stop in Compton, revealed a 
"wait and see attitude" toward Record 
Shack. 

"I've been in this area for 12 years," 
Johnson said, "and I am not concerned 
about a new operation coming in. I have 
heard rumors about them, including the 
fact that last year when they moved to 
Dallas one of the larger black dealers had to 
close up, but I don't see how they can affect 
my business that much because my 
customers have been coming to me for 
years and we have seen several operations 
come and go." 

Another wholesaler offered the following 
observation: "I don't really feel there is a 
market for another big one -stop in this 
area. They are in an area that is 90 percent 
black dealers, but at the same time, they 
have situated themselves away from the 
crux of where wholesaling is prevalent. We 
don't really know that much about their 
operation and, frankly, we haven't given 
them much thought."

shied away from R&B, Posner stated that 
"we will evolve into R&B and disco when we 
have the right vehicle and staff." With ap- 
proximateiy 45 acts signed to the label, E/A 
is expanding yet remaining true to the con- 
cept of selective growth and maximum con- 
centration on breaking artists. 

'Biggest Kick' 
"The biggest kick I get out of the 

business is breaking a new record," says 
Posner. "We spent substantial money on 
Warren Zevon and it is more of a thrill for 
me to break him than it is to sell another 
million of a hit act. 

"Elektra is also interested in careers not 
just hit records. We look to the long run. My 
goal is to help map out a long and satisfying 
career for the artists on our roster." 

Noting that this year has witnessed 
several comebacks by major artists of 
previous years, Posner is very excited 
about the new chapter in the career of 
veteran rocker, Joe Cocker. 

"We believe in Cocker," says Posner, 
"and he delivered an incredible album. We 
shipped 350,000 units of the album ('Luxury 
You Can Afford') and we have high expec- 
tations that Cocker is back in a big way." 

In addition to his vice-chairman respon- 
sibilities of the day-to-day operations of 
E/A, Posner also oversees the label's inter- 
national division. Immediate plans call for a 

three-week tour of Hong Kong, Tokyo, 
Manila and New Zealand. With WEA 
operating 14 companies across the world, 
Posner feels that within three years the con- 
tribution of international is expected to 
equal domestic results. 

After 20 years with Elektra, Posner con- 
tinues to find his job challenging. "Some 
people reach a plateau and grow stagnant, 
but for me each day brings a new learning 
experience" he says. "The thrill of working 
with talented artists keeps me going. I have 
had a lot of offers but there is a certain 
magic at Elektra that keeps me coming 
back."

cost Pickwick several million dollars over 
the next two or three years. 

Meanwhile, the Rack Sales Division is 

testing the potential of in-store video 
promotion. Accounts will be given video 
playback units with brief concert footage of 
various artists whose records will be 
positioned beneath video monitors in 
record departments. Asked whether the 
rack division will eventually supply ac- 
counts with video units for sale to con- 
sumers, Paulson replied, "If we're re- 
quested by any racked departments to give 
them products that make sense for them 
and for us, we would certainly investigate 
it." 

Smith expanded on this statement when 
he noted that, by 1983, "we will have es- 
tablished a history of continued evaluation 
and implementation of programs to posi- 
tion most effectively such new products as 
electronic software, video tapes and discs, 
electronic games, home computers and the 
dozens of other technological develop- 
ments which will be presented to us in the 
next five years." 

AmCan Presence 
Hovering over all the seminars, 

meetings, speeches and informal discus- 
sions that took place during the convention 
was the knowledge that Pickwick is being 
strongly supported by its parent company, 
American Can. This fact was underlined by 
American Can president William Woodside 
in his speech to the convention. Woodside 
pointed out that AmCan's stock is "skirting 
a new high for the year," and that "our 1977 

earnings got a big boost from you at 
Pickwick ... Pickwick performance has ex- 
ceeded our most optimistic expectations, 
with a 1977 profit contribution that matched 
the goals we had set with your management 
for 1981. Of course, as I assured our 
shareholders at the annual meeting, we 
have since raised our 1981 targets substan- 
tially." 

'Major Impact' 
Lionel S. Sterling, senior vice president 

of American Can, was no less optimistic in 
his statement to the convention delegates: 
"In this year you have made a major impact 
on American Can's profits and strategic ob- 
jectives," he said. "Likewise, during 1978, 
American Can has supported your growth 
ideas with dollars, management resources, 
acquisition capital, and very enthusiastic 
backing ... Additionally, the Goody team is 

on board, and Pickwick U.K. is standing on 
the doorstep of burgeoning world markets. 
American Can has confidence in your in- 
dustry's future, its size, breadth, challenge 
and profit potential ..." 

Seymour "Cy" Leslie, who founded 
Pickwick 25 years ago, was also present at 
the convention. Reflecting on the changes 
that have overtaken the company, he said, 
"There's a feeling of pride that one can't 
convey in seeing a company grow from 
$100,000 in its first year to over $500 million 
in a growth pattern that was consistently on 
the rise. To see it continue that way is an ex- 
hilirating feeling. I've always had a love af- 
fair with Pickwick, and somehow it can 
never really be extinguished."

ANAHEIM STADIUM - It was billed as 
"The Big Night," and the combination of the 
Electric Light Orchestra, three other hard 
rock acts and one of the year's most spec- 
tacular special effects exhibitions more 
than lived up to that billing. With the help of 
a six -figure party thrown by Jet Records 
and the enthusiastic response of about 50,- 
000 fans, "The Big Night" was one of the 
most enjoyable stadium concerts in recent 
memory. 

Complementary side-shows are now 
common at stadium concerts around the 
country, but for ELO the side-show was 
closer to a circus. There were skydivers, 
trapeze artists, tightrope walkers and 
fireworks for starters, but the center ring 
featured Tony Curtis enacting a "Star 
Wars" shoot-out with stunt men perched 
atop the speaker system, while a flying 
saucer, just like the one on "Out of the 
Blue," hovered overhead (suspended from 
an unlit helicopter). 

But despite the stunning theatrics, the 
highlight of "The Big Night" was when the 
spaceship on stage launched its top half in 

the air, revealing Jeff Lynne and company. 
ELO, perhaps inspired by the spectacular 
warm-up, came through with an excellent 
90 -minute show featuring most of the 
group's biggest hits, including "Turn To 
Stone," "Strange Magic," "Sweet Talkin' 
Woman," "Evil Woman" and "Do Ya." 

The complementary effects continued 
during ELO's show, with lasers and a rear - 
stage movie screen offering closeups of the 
band members that enabled the huge 
audience to see the performers in action. 
But the music was still the main attraction. 
ELO's vocal harmonies, powerful yet 
melodic guitar riffs and outstanding string 
players add up to top-flight rock 'n' roll. By 
the time the group did its encores "Livin' 
Thing" and "Roll Over Beethoven" - it had 
performed the nearly impossible feat of 
outshining the spectacular effects that 
preceded them. 

Also preceding ELO were three heavy- 
metal bands, Trickster, Kingfish and Jour- 
ney. All three did good jobs of entertaining 
the crowd that came primarily for the ELO 
show, especially Journey, which has 
become one of the best festival bands 
around.

ay Charles l 
LONG BEACH TERRACE THEATER, CA - 
About a third of the way through Ray 
Charles' first concert here in years, he stop- 
ped the show for a few moments when 
someone shouted out a request, telling the 
fan, "I can't play a request for Mary unless I 

do it for John and Bill and Charlie, too." 
But after his 90 -minute set, there 

probably wasn't a John or Mary or anyone 
else in the audience who went away without 
hearing their favorite songs or style of 
music. 

Charles is one of the handful in the 
business who is truly worthy of the title 
"musical genius" because he has such a 

keen understanding of virtually all its forms. 
With the exception of classical, he 
demonstrated them all. 

Backed by his 17 -piece Ray Charles jazz 
band, "brother Ray" spent most of his time 
with R&B, jazz and the blues, but also ven- 
tured into pop, rock and, in what was one of 
the evening's bigger surprises, a solo elec- 
tric oiano version of Merle Travis' "Steel 

Guitar Rag." A surprise to many perhaps, 
but then it was Charles' country albums that 
turned millions of ears on to Nashville that 
might never have listened otherwise. 

Vocally, Ray has never been in better 
shape. Even though his classic "Born To 
Lose" is more than a dozen years old, his 
performance of it was soul -wrenching, 
bringing out every ounce of pain in the 
song. And there may not be anyone who 
could more effectively project the almost 
hopeless resignation of "I Can't Stop Lov- 
ing You." 

It is reassuring in a time when five years 
is considered a long time for an artist to be 
productive, that someone with the talent of 
Ray Charles, after almost 30 years, can still 
be as creative and compelling as Ray 
definitely is. randy lewls 

Doc Severinsen 
SANDS HOTEL, LAS VEGAS - Opening 
with the soaring "Star Wars Theme" which 
segued into the disco -flavored "Manhattan 
Skyline" (from "Saturday Night Fever"), 
Doc Severinsen and his band performed an 
engaging, entertaining set which show- 
cased the diverse musical talents of this co- 
star of the Tonight Show. Both as a trum- 
peter and surprisingly capable vocalist, 
Severinsen during his concert covered ex- 
tensive territory within the contemporary 
music field, ranging from disco to jazz to 
rock and even country and bluegrass. 

On such numbers as the rocking 
"Kansas City" and the country/pop-styled 
"Stop And Smell The Roses" (which was 
composed by Severinsen and Mac Davis), 
Severinsen comfortably handled his vocal 
duties, providing an enjoyable change of 
pace away from the many trumpet -led in- 
strumental numbers which dominated the 
show. Nonetheless, it was the horn man's 
virtuosity and dexterity on his trumpet 
which clearly highlighted the evening. On 
"Flight Of The Bumblebee," Severinsen 
displayed both his ability to hit an array of 
squealing, high-pitched notes and 
demonstrate his extremely rapid-fire trum- 
pet approach, while on the ballad 
"Evergreen" the band leader exhibited his 
expertise on playing more controlled, 
romantic figures. 

Toward the end of the set, Severinsen in- 
troduced the country -western side of his 
musical interests, performing "Your 
Cheatin' Heart" before launching into 
"Dueling Banjos" and "Orange Blossom 
Special," which spotlighted an innovative 
series of exchanges between Severinsen's 
trumpet, a banjo picker and a fiddler.

Fandango 
THE WHISKY, L.A. - Fandango! The name 
evokes fervent dancing, torrid romance 
and balmy nights in Madrid. Fandango is, 
however, non-stop rock 'n' roll from seven 
gorgeous rockers at the Whisky on Sunset. 

With audience and band concentrating 
primarily on the serious business of 
rocking -out, Fandango's set opened with 
"Sure Got The Power," a straight -forward 
number illustrating exactly what the title im- 
plied. "Sherie" a moody song of unrequited 
love, followed and spotlighted center -stage 
vocalist and guitarist Joe Lynn Turner. Dan- 
cing in the streets of New Orleans was the 
subject of "La Rue," a lively song featuring 
an electric grand piano solo. Vocal solos 

from Bobby Daniels on bass and Rich 
Blakemore on guitar made "I Keep Going 
On/Hard Bargain" a testimony to the depth 
of vocal talent in this band. The exuberant 
encore was "Give It All Up For Love." 

The blend of guitar and vocal harmonies 
with double keyboards (Larry Dawson and 
Danny LaRue) and drums plus percussion 
(Lou Mondelli and Santos) gives Fandango 
a groat full sound, thanks also to sound 
man Ken Newman. All other things said, 
though, Fandango is a fun band that makes 
you feel like dancing and that's what it's all 
about. 

Geisha made their Whisky debut as the 
support act and did more than hold up their 
end of things. A high energy trio plus sax, 
Geisha has a distinctive sound with great 
original material, as well as being visually 
intriguing. 

"Shadow Boxing," a sleazy rocker, 
"Mambo Colombo," a raunchy "Do You 
Love Me?" and "Don't Believe What They 
Say" were the most memorable numbers. 
Band members are Jeff Gibson on guitar, 
Gabriel Robles on sax, Rich Webb on bass 
and Rob O'Reilly on drums. Hurry and see 
this band in a local club because they're 
soon destined for larger venues.

ROXY, L.A. - With The Cars' debut album 
produced by Roy Thomas Baker, making a 
heady drive to the top of the album chart, 
the recent Roxy performance confirmed a 
growing rumor: Cars is the finest new rock 
'n' roll band of the year. 

"Top down music in a hard-top world" is 

one description of the vigorous and intrigu- 
ing brand of rock played by this Boston - 
based quintet; but, adjectives aside, what 
makes Cars an important new band is the 
quality of the writing and the band's ability 
to deliver in concert the triumphs of the 
album. 

With lead vocals being shared by Ric 
Ocasek on rhythm guitar and Benjamin Orr 
on bass, Cars played all the material on the 
debut LP. Unlike many bands whose 
material tends to merge and ultimately 
sound indistinguishable, Cars' songs have 
striking contrasts. 

"I'm In Touch With Your World" has a 
strict staccato guitar and drum beat which 
bears the influence of Bowie and Eno. "My 
Best Friend's Girl" has a smoother 
"American rock pop" feel reminiscent of 
Buddy Holly. Throughout Cars' material, 
the guitar lines are clear and concise and 
delivered with maximum punch. The vocals 
are unusual and emotionally impressive. 
David Robinson on drums provided much 
of the varied rhythmic inspiration. Elliot 
Easton came forward and seized the 
audience's attention with his lead guitar 
work while Greg Hawkes provided strong 
synthesizer colorations. In many ways, 
Cars is the first band to commercially and 
creatively combine the best elements of 
power pop, Euro -rock and good old 
American rock 'n' roll. 

Local rockers, The Pop, opened the 
show with a crunchingiy loud set which in- 
cluded some promising material.

THE PALLADIUM, NYC - Murray Kauf - 
man's assembly of talent for his first annual 
Brooklyn Fox reunion brought together 

some of the most popular musical sounds 
to have emerged in rock and roll, soul 
music, rhythm and blues, and street corner 
harmony in the past 20 years. And, though 
the usual nostalgic cliches abounded 
throughout the performance, Kaufman 
(better known as the "fifth Beatle") could 
not have arranged for a better historical 
sampler on a hot summer night. 

For the Ronettes, producer Phil Spector 
forged a sound commanding enough to 
make "little boys feel like men and grown 
men feel like little boys," according to Kauf- 
man, and the trio's brief set did just that. 
Slithering across the stage in a simulated 
tigerskin body suit, Ronnie Spector led her 
cousins Nedra and Estelle through versions 
of "Baby I Love You," "Walking In The Rain" 
and "Be My Baby" - the classic Phillies 
records that broke so many male hearts. 
Though one yearned for the "wall of sound" 
instrumentation that characterized their 
hits. Ronnie's spirit more than compen- 
sated for the house band's lack of convic- 
tion. 

Jan and Dean's first New York ap- 
pearance in eight years (excluding their 
first reunion performances following Jan's 
near -fatal auto accident in 1966) drew 
repeated ovations from the crowd. With 
help from their own back-up band, the duo 
sang their best known L.A. hits, including 
"Surf City," "The Little Old Lady (From 
Pasadena)" and "Barbra Ann." In spite of 
his accident, Jan proved that he could still 
hit the high notes 

Resurrecting "the sound of young 
America," the Four Tops also brought their 
own rhythm section along for a medley of 
their many gold Motown greats, like "Reach 
Out I'll Be There," "Standing In The 
Shadows Of Love," "Baby I Need Your Lov- 
ing." "Bernadette" and "Walk Away 
Renee," wherein Levi Stubbs' glorious 
vocal delivery helped the group relive its 
hits with a soul -stirring fury. 

ohn McLaughlin 
DR. PEPPER FESTIVAL, CENTRAL PARK, 
NYC - John McLaughlin, celebrating his 
return to the electric guitar, unveiled his 
new electric ensemble, The One Truth 
Band, to his fellow New Yorkers, and also 
proved that his mastery of the guitar is un- 
matched within the realm of contemporary 
European -American music. 

By opening with his classic "Meeting of 
the Spirits," McLaughlin invited com- 
parisons with his former electric aggrega- 
tion, The Mahavishnu Orchestra, and, un- 
fortunately, The One Truth Band does not 
meet that group's Olympian standards. 
However, the violin playing of L. Shankar 
was absolutely sensational, and supporting 
members Stu Goldberg on keyboards, T.N. 
Stevens on bass, and Sunshine on drums 
all displayed remarkable skill. One day they 
may jell as a cohesive working unit. 

McLaughlin himself has re -embraced 
the electric guitar with a vengeance, 
evidenced by his current Columbia album, 
"Johnny McLaughlin, Electric Guitarist." 
His notes were laid out in incredibly rapid 
succession, and he seemed to display a 
more pronounced John Coltrane influence 
than in the past as he alternated screaming 
linear melodies with gentle, spacious har- 
monies. 

The concert's highlight, a raga -modeled 
duet between McLaughlin and Shankar, 
was also a reminder of McLaughlin's 
previous group, Shakti. Both the guitarist 
and the violinist utilized the Indian har- 
monic mode to its absolute limit, and then 
shifted into high gear, leaving an

1.725%, there will be a new 15% standard 
deduction available to all stations, regar- 
dless of size, in lieu of itemized deductions. 
(The prior blanket agreement permitted a 

5% optional standard deduction that was 
not available to large stations.) 

The agreement contains a number of im- 
portant new features. These include a new 
definition of a program and a base fee 
equal to four times the station's highest 
one -minute rate card. This fee will 
authorize all incidental performances, in- 
cluding those that are used as background 
to announcements, and will replace the for- 
mer 2% vee. The second part of the fee is 

for programs that contain feature perfor- 
mances of music in the ASCAP repertory 
and is three times the blanket fee in place of 
the former rate of 8%. A station will not have 
to report feature performances that include 
compositions in the ASCAP repertory if it 
advises ASCAP in advance that the 
program includes performances of ASCAP 
works. 

These agreements were reached in prin- 
ciple last week, and laywers for both sides 
are currently drafting contracts that will be 
submitted to the Southern District Court of 
New York for approval. The negotiations 
were led by ASCAP president Stanley 
Adams and Abiah A. Church of Storer 
Broadcasting Co., chairman of the All -

municate it." 
Galuten also has very definite ideas on 

the way a song is heard by the public, and 
the way a record should communicate to its 
audience. He calls it "the ability to com- 
municate with the 50th percentile in an am- 
bient environment," meaning that the 
music can be relatable to the average per- 
son on a noisy street. 

Richardson, the technician of the duo, 
discussed the production of the Bee Gees. 
"What we gave them," he said, "was sonic 
expression. In other words, lots of bass, 
bass drum, and rhythm. As a result, the 
engineering is tricky, because the vibrato is 

thick. And Barry's falsetto is delicate too, 
because he gets way above the middle 
range of most modern electric instru- 
ments." 

And both producers stressed the impor- 
tance of "psychological honesty" in the 
studio. As Galuten summed up, "if you

telephone interviews combining one and 
seven-day responses. One person is ran- 
domly selected from each surveyed 
household and responses are entered 
directly into the computer, whose constant 
error -control mechanism increases TRAC 
7's accuracy, according to Gibson.

Gibson said that his service will operate 

48 weeks a year, issuing trend reports 
seven days after responses are taken.

Burke's Alpert stressed the unique 

categories of data his service will make 
available to its clients. These include 
listener income, occupation and education 
as well as shopping habits from depart- 
ment stores to newspapers.

"It took us 14 months of sample surveys 
before we began making our data available 
to ad agencies and stations," reported 
McCoy. "We originally wanted to do 
telephone research, but we had to switch to 
diaries for accuracy."

Jim Seiler, president of Media Statistics,

during his explanation of MediaStat's 
methodology. Before founding MediaStat 
in 1965, Seiler was one of Arbitron's foun- 
ders in 1949. 

MediaStat measures same -day and 
previous -evening listening via telephone 
surveying in 16 markets monthly and 225 
markets less frequently. 

Also on the panel was Dale Bennett, 
president of Professional Research Ser- 
vices, who noted, "We are without doubt the 
smallest company on the panel, but we are 
also the least expensive. PRS is affordable 
for small market broadcasters, markets 
with 50,000-75,000 people. 

"Every station should have a survey done 
at least once a year to see where they're at 
in the market," insisted Bennett. "We 
design surveys around what the station 
wants to know that are written up in easy to 
understand language." 

PRS uses a random telephone survey 
method of retrieving listening information, 
with both coincidental ("What are you 
listening to now?") and recall ("What did 
you listen to earlier?") measurement. PRS 
also includes copies of its call sheets in all 
its reports.

Indie Labels Try 
To Get Product 
Into Tower Chain 
NEW YORK - Independent record com- 
panies distributed by Pickwick in southern 
California are continuing their attempts to 
accommodate the Tower Records chain 
which is boycotting Pickwick (Cash Box, 
Sept. 2). 

All three major labels that are solely dis- 
tributed by Pickwick in California, Arista, 
London, and Chrysalis, are reported to be 
nearing an alternative agreement which will 
enable them to get their product to Tower. 
Other arrangements have already been 
worked out by Butterfly, Mushroom and 
20th Century -Fox, whose dual distribution 
system allowed them to supply Tower 
through their northern California dis- 
tributor while retaining Pickwick for the rest 
of their accounts. 

Russ Solomon, president of the Tower 
Records chain, told Cash Box, "Chrysalis 
and Arista will be taken care of by an in- 
dependent distributor who has no affilia- 
tions as a rack jobber or retailer. There is no 
answer from London at this particular 
date,although we expect something 
momentarily. I don't want to reveal the 
firm's name at this time, because we have 
not yet begun to do business, but we will 
begin as of next week. This has been taken 
care of with the blessings of all the labels in- 
volved." 

A spokesman for a major California dis- 
tributor also asserted, "There are some 
conversations going on right now, and I'm 
sure we will wind up with London. Chrysalis 
and Arista are possibilities as well." 

Elliott Goldman, executive vice president 
of Arista, could not confirm his company's 
position. 'I know that Lenny Scheer 
(Arista's vice president of sales and dis- 
tribution) has been talking with Pickwick 
and Tower but I don't think that anything 
definitive has been reached yet." 

Spokesmen for London and Chrysalis 
were not available for comment.

second order period. The entire catalog, in- 
cluding the latest ABC releases, is part of 
the program for which ABC is giving ac- 
counts an eight percent discount off in- 
voice. Product released after the program 
begins will be part of a separate "new 
release" program. Dealers are given 30 
days additional dating on their orders. 

A&M Records' plan includes about 4U 
titles on which a six percent off invoice dis- 
count is applied. A&M's dating is 90 days 
for payment. 

Chrysalis Records' program, ad- 
ministered through its independent dis- 
tributors, gives accounts two months to 
place orders, from Aug. 28 through Oct. 25. 
Dealers can receive a six percent deal, in 
the form of free goods, on the entire 
Chrysalis catalog. New releases are ex- 
cluded from the program. 

Arista will include in its program new 
releases by Al Stewart, Eric Carmen, Lou 
Reed, the Grateful Dead and possibly a 
Barry Manilow greatest hits package in ad- 
dition to "hot" catalog items. 

It also includes R&B product, to which a 
10 percent discount is applied, in addition 
to pop product, which is subject to a six 
percent deal. The program runs from Aug. 
25 to Oct. 25 and dating is split into thirds, 
with the first third due in December the 
second third in January and the final third in 
February. Buddah and Passport product, 
distributed by Arista, is also included in the 
program.

Vancouver Is Major Center 
For Canadian Music Scene 

by Kirk LaPointe 
VANCOUVER, BRITISH COLUMBIA - 
"Although Toronto and Montreal seem to 
get all the attention when one discusses the 
Canadian music scene, there's no doubt 
that Vancouver is musically the most im- 
portant city in the country at the moment." 

Those are words of Bill Henderson, co- 
founder and leader of the Vancouver - 
based Mushroom recording act Chilliwack, 
a veteran of the music business for over a 

decade. While there are many in the 
eastern part of the country in disagreement 
with Henderson's opinion, few can deny 
that Vancouver has come of age as a haven 
for rising rock talent this year. 

At present, five Vancouver -based artists - Trooper, Nick Gilder, Chilliwack, 
Stonebolt and Prism - have singles char- 
ted on the Cash Box Top 100. Four of those 
acts - Trooper, Prism, Chilliwack and 
Stonebolt - have albums charted in the 
Top 200. 

Apart from the obvious musical reasons 
for the latent success of these recording ar- 
tists, those surveyed feel that there are 
other important factors affecting the rapid 
progress of the "Vancouver scene" this 
past year. 

Good Facilities 
Ray McGuire, lead singer for MCA ar- 

tists Trooper, says that the environment for 
recording in Vancouver has greatly influen- 
ced the area's recent successes. "There are 
some excellent recording facilities in the 
area, like Can -Base and Little Mountain 
studios, which have attracted excellent 
engineers to the area. But the most impor- 
tant thing out here," he adds, "is the at- 
titude. We are heavily influenced by our 
proximity to Los Angeles, and the 
professional attitudes there have rubbed 
off on the bands in the area (of Van- 
couver)." 

Mushroom recording artist Jerry 
Doucette, whose debut disc achieved 
platinum status in this country, while being 
charted in the Top 200 earlier this year, 
concurs with McGuire's assessment of the 
situation. "I think that the acts in Vancouver 
worry more about breaking into the Los 
Angeles area than they do about breaking 
into the Toronto or Montreal market. A lot of 
that has to do with the east's reluctance to 
accept our acts with open arms. That isn't 
meant to sound bitter, but I think that if an 
act can find more interest in, say, Atlanta or 

Chicago, they should go out and get it, and I 

think that that is what the Vancouver bands 
have done." 

Touring U.S. 
Rocket Norton, drummer with Ariola 

America (GRT in Canada) artists Prism, 
says that touring in the United States 
matures a band much more rapidly, as well. 
"It's strange, but after we recorded our first 
album, we hadn't even played together as a 
group in Vancouver. All of a sudden, we 
were out touring in the U.S. with Styx. Now, 
I'd say that that one long stretch of touring 
has toughened us up, made us into a well- 
oiled machine. The best thing about the 
Vancouver groups is that they aren't afraid 
to go out and take a stab at the American 
market." 

Bill Henderson of Chilliwack agrees, 
adding that the "Vancouver approach" dif- 
fers greatly from that of bands from eastern 
Canada. "There appears to be so much 
pressure for bands from Toronto or Mon- 
treal to be absolutely perfect before they 
take their act south of the border. Conse- 
quently, a lot of bands appear to be burning 
themselves out playing bars in those cities, 
when they should be out on the road play- 
ing. Crowds aren't that different in Albany, 
New York than they are in Hamilton, 
Ontario." 

Motown Inks Astor Deal 
LOS ANGELES - Motown Records has 
signed a licensing agreement with Astor 
Records of Australia. The long term dis- 
tribution deal goes into effect October 1 of 
this year. 

Announcing the agreement, Motown 
president Barney Ales stated that he had 
been most impressed with Astors 
aggressive distribution and marketing 
techniques in Australia and anticipates a 

long and profitable relationship for both 
companies. Rex Barry, general manager of 
Astor Records, was in Los Angeles for the 
signing and commented "We are delighted 
to be representing such a major indepen- 
dent as Motown in Australia and we are 
looking forward to establishing Motown 
and their artists as a major force in our fast 
growing record market." 

In late September, Motown's Inter- 
national Director Lee Armstrong will travel 
to Melbourne and Sydney to introduce 
Motown's new release and catalog product 
at a series of retailer and radio personnel 
meetings.

LONDON - Rumours are circulating 
around London this week that Private Stock 
is about to fold its UK independent opera- 
tions to join EMI with a label deal. 

Currently on show at the London ICA 
Gallery is an exhibition of Who parapher- 
nalia put together by fans as a tribute to the 
band's 15 -year existence. The show in- 
cludes press -cuttings, slides, equipment, 
clothes, films etc. Coinciding with the ex- 
hibition is the release of the long-awaited 
Who album, "Who Are You." 

Launched at two major Hi-Fi exhibitions 
this month in Dusseldorf, Germany and 
Harrogate, England, is the "Microniser" by 
Metrosound. The Microniser is a hand-held 
cleaner containing approximately one 
million very fine carbon fibers which are a 
by-product of atomic research. Use of this 
device effectively reduces static charges 
from the surface of records and enables 
harmful deposits to be brushed away at the 
same time. 

Robert Palmer is set to make his British 
debut as a solo performer, playing Lon- 
don's Hammersmith Odeon on September 
12 and 13. 

WEA has increased the cost of albums 
and singles due to overall cost increases in 
every facet of the company. The increase is 
effective from August 29. Singles rise from 
80p to 90p; full price albums from 3pounds 
79p to 4pounds 39p; De Luxe albums from 
4pounds 49p to 4pounds 99p; double 
albums from 5pounds 99p to 6pounds 99p; 
De Luxe albums from 6pounds 49p to 
7pounds 49p; three -album packs rise from 
7pounds 99p to 8pounds 99p. Tape 
margins are now adjusted to a dealer 
margin of 30 percent while records remain 
at 33 percent. 

Virgin Records this week followed WEA's 
action of last week by announcing price in- 
creases, effective Sept. 1. According to the 
Virgin Press -office, main reasons are rising 
costs and, "an overwhelming desire to copy 
our competitors." 

Following on the heels of EMI, WEA and 
Virgin, CBS, PYE, DJM, and Chrysalis have 
raised product prices ... The Crusaders 
set to make a 9 -date English tour next 
month. The quartet's last highly -acclaimed 
appearance here in July 1976. 
Joan Baez performed here at Wembley 
(Aug. 20) in what was her only major U.K. 
appearance this year. Singing before a 

capacity audience, she began her set with 
what can be best described as her political 
songs, which included her singing an 
Arabic and an Israeli song. She finished the 
first half with a moving version of "Swing 
Low Sweet Chariot," sung a cappella. The 
second act brought old favorites and some 
new songs.

RIO DE JANEIRO - The Brazilian 
recording company Copacabana is now 
celebrating its 30th birthday. Under the 
general direction of producer Marcus 

Perlera, this firm is beginning to record 3 

series of LPs entitled "The Great Music Of 
Brazil" (instrumental arrangements with 
big orchestras featuring standard songs); 
"Great Composers - Great Interpreters" 
(the first one is Joubert de Carvalho's 
music and the voice of Jose Tobias); and 
"300 Years of Brazilian Music" (including 
anonymous songs from 18th and 19th cen- 
tury to the modern hits). The releases are 
scheduled to be supported by a strong 
marketing and promotional campaign. 

The radio and TV network "Ban- 
deirantes" is organizing the "2nd National 
Choro Festival" beginning next October 
with prizes for both musicians and com- 
posers.
