While death affects every industry and everyone, 
it plays a bigger role in the music business because 
we are in not only a public industry, but one based 
on personalities.

EMI Ready To Restructure 
Worldwide Operations In Oct.

Radio Syndicators, Publishers 
Negotiate Mechanical Rates

NEW YORK - Syndicators who supply an 

estimated 1,200 to 1,500 automated radio 
stations with music tapes, as well as firms 
that syndicate weekly radio shows, will 
soon have to pay mechanical royalties on 
each song that they tape from a record. 

The reason is that the major publishers 
are finally asking to be paid for rights that 
they had all along. Under the Copyright Act 
that was in effect until January 1 of this year, 
anyone who copied songs from records for 
resale was supposed to pay a compulsory 
license fee of 2t per tune. But, under the 
new law publishers have the right to nego- 
tiate the rate, and, according to Al Berman, 
managing director of the Harry Fox Agency, 
the eventual rate could go as high as 100 
per track. 

The prospect of having to pay these fees, 
which, even at the old rate, would amount to 
30e per hour-long tape per station, is an 
alarming one to many syndicators. 

Large broadcast suppliers fear a dip in 
their profits, while some of the smaller firms 
are predicting that they will be forced out of 
business altogether. 

Naturally, the syndicators estimate that 
there is little to be gained by collecting 
mechanical royalties from them, and the 
publishers believe that there is a substan- 
tial sum involved. No one on either side of 
the fence, however, seems to have a clear 
idea as to how much money will, in fact, be 
collected from the radio syndicators. 

'Meaningful' Amount 
At present, many of the publishers are 

negotiating separately with the syndicators 
through the Harry Fox Agency, which nor- 
mally collects their mechanicals from the 
record labels. "We're in discussion with a 
number of the suppliers." Berman said, 
"and I would say that the prognosis is going 
to be very good. But it's got to be negotia- 

Record Sales Up Over Labor Day Weekend; 
N.Y. Retailers Unaffected By News Strike

NEW YORK - Business was good for 
record retailers this Labor Day weekend, 
reflecting the general increase in record 
sales this year. A Cash Box survey of 
retailers on both coasts revealed that 
business did not differ significantly in urban 
and suburban areas. The outlying stores 
capitalized on people being off from work, 
while urban outlets took advantage of good 
tourist trade in many cities. But above all, 
retailers felt that the weekend was an exten- 
sion of a level of good business that has 
been maintained all year. It was also found 
that, where retailers remained open on 
Monday, Labor Day proper, business 
proved to be slow, but Friday, Saturday, 
Sunday, and the following Tuesday were all 
good business days. 

Bob Heinlein, who owns the Record 
Trading Center, one of the largest indepen- 
dent outlets in Orange County, California, 
said, "We did a lot better than I thought we 
would. Business was up 15% over a typical 
weekend. We ran a kind of 'grand opening' 
celebration as part of the weekend, 
because we've recently expanded our 
facilities. but I'd say we had a very good 
weekend." 

At Sound Warehouse in Dallas, store 
manager Ron Ross reported that business 
was "real good this weekend. We had a very 
good Friday and Saturday. Things started 
slowing down on Monday, I guess people 
were starting to get ready to go back to 
school. But we certainly did as well as we 
did last year. We had good weather, which 

meant a lot of people headed for the lake, 
but we've also had some pretty good 
promotions here. CBS ran some 'Star 
Power' radio spots this weekend, which 
helped, and we have a local promotion for 
Boston which is also helping out a lot." 

They Wanted Music 
John Houghton, vice president of 

marketing for Licorice Pizza, said, "Things 
went Fine. We had a good Friday and Satur- 
day, while Sunday was a little soft. We did 
no special promotions. I guess people who 

were staying in town just wanted some 
music to listen to." 

On the east coast, responses were more 
uniformly enthusiastic. Linda Stellinger, 
manager of the Harvard Coop in Cam- 
bridge, said, "Management decided to run 
a store -wide sale and we wound up having 
one of the best Saturdays we've had in a 
real long time. It worked out real well, even 
though we thought that business was going 
to be slow because the weather was so nice.

tions between the publishers and the users 
at a price that will not be confiscatory for the 
users and should be enough for the 
publishers so that they're not just pushing 
pennies around." 

Berman noted that publishers currently 
take in tidy sums from the use of their per- 
forming rights by radio stations, and that 
they "have always been careful about not 
hurting their performances by insisting on 
payment for the recording rights." Thus, 
none of the major syndicators have ever 
paid mechanicals, Berman said, on tapes 
that they have assembled from pre- 
recorded sources. 

Berman said he doubted that 
mechanicals from syndicators will add up 
to a lot of money for any single publisher.

Keith Moon Dies 
At 31 In London 

by Randy Lewis 
LOS ANGELES - Keith Moon, drummer of 
14 years for The Who, was found dead in his 
apartment Sept. 7 in London. He was 31. 

A preliminary coroner's report cited a 

drug overdose as the cause of death. In- 
vestigators said Moon was discovered by 
his fiance. Annette Water -Lax, and 
pronounced dead early Thursday (9/7) by 
his personal physician. 

Moon attended a screening of "The 

Keith Moon 
Buddy Holly Story" in London the night 
before, returned to his apartment and ap- 
parently died in his sleep, investigators 
said. 

Born Aug. 23, 1947, Moon joined The 
Who, then known as the High Numbers, in 
1964. Prior to that, he had played in a group 
called The Beachcombers. 

John Entwistle, bassist for the group, 
described their introduction to Moon, then 
17. "The first time we met Keith, he 
staggered up to the bandstand at the 
Oldfield Hotel in Greenford one night really 
mad. 

"He started playing drums - broke our 
drummer's bass drum pedal which he had 
for 20 years. Keith was playing in a group 
called The Beachcombers who did Beach 
Boys stuff. It wasn't until Keith joined that 
we started developing the 'Who' style." 

Who Style Develops 
Shortly after Moon joined the group, they 

changed its name back to 'The Who' - the 
name was tried with a pre -Keith Moon in- 
carnation of the band featuring present 
members Peter Townshend, Roger Daltrey 
and Entwistle, along with a 31 -year -old 
drummer Doug Sanden, whom Moon 
replaced. 

From then on, The Who began producing 
hit singles such as "I Can't Explain," "The 
Kids Are Alright," "My Generation," "I Can 
See For Miles" and "Magic Bus." 

Then in 1969, The Who created the now - 
landmark rock opera "Tommy," which was 
introduced in the United States by the

LOS ANGELES - Casablanca Record and 
FilmWorks is projecting revenues of $100 
million for the fiscal year ending Sept. 30, 
according to Casablanca president Neil 
Bogart. The company's record division has 
already reached an all-time high of more 
than $70 million, a 113 percent increase 
over the same period last year. 

"The percentage growth of Casablanca 
has been extremely gratifying," said 
Bogart. "We've enjoyed volume increases 
in excess of 100 percent every year since 
the company's inception in January '74, 
with the exception of a single year in which 
Casablanca attained a 62 percent in- 
crease." 

Bogart cited Casablanca's success in 
building artists' careers as an integral part 
of the company's overall success. In par- 
ticular he pointed to the label's top -selling 
acts, including Kiss, Donna Summer, 
Parliament and Village People. These ar- 
tists have earned the bulk of Casablanca's 
nine gold and six platinum records for 
1978.

Anyone who hasn't been hibernating or lost 
in the mountains for a year knows the name 
Gerry Rafferty through his hit single "Baker 
Street" and debut album on United Artist 
Records, "City To City."

songwriter much critical praise for his 
tough, cynical viewpoint about the music 
business. 

Even with that impressive background, it 
is clearly "City to City," "Baker Street" and 
the current single, "Right Down The Line," 
which are securing the name Gerry Rafferty 
as a household word. 

Rafferty recently made his first U.S. 
television appearance on the David Frost 
"Headliners" show. His album rests at #19 
this week while "Right Down The Line" is at 
#21 bullet. He is currently making plans for 
his first tour of America since the release of 
'City To City." 
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New Faces To Watch 

Colin Blunstone 
Even though his was the voice behind 

"She's Not There" and "Time Of The 
Season," two of the biggest hits of the late 
1960s, Colin Blunstone says he doesn't 
mind virtually starting from scratch once 
again, this time to establish himself as a 

solo artist. 
In fact, he says he is even enjoying it. "In 

my own terms, I'm starting over again. It's 
easier to think about it in those terms. If you 
think, 'God, I had a number one record,' 
you'll do yourself in," Blunstone says. 

Despite the success he had as part of the 
Zombies, Blunstone says he is having a 

more enjoyable time now, when there is not 
so much fanatical attention on him. "There 
was mob hysteria in those days; I didn't en- 
joy being locked in hotel rooms, afraid to go 
outside for fear of being attacked by fans. 

"Now," Blunstone says, "I'm doing the 
songs I want in the places I want with the 
people I want. What else could I ask for?" 

His debut album under his new solo deal 
with Rocket Records comes more than 
three years after his last work. Most of that 
three year gap, he says, was spent trying to 
resolve legal disputes with his former 
record company. 

"The worst thing in the world is doing 
nothing," Blunstone says. The one positive 
aspect of the extended period between 
albums, he says, is that it gave him more 
time to write songs. 

"Because we had so many songs, it gave 
us (himself and producer Bill Schnee) a 

wide range to work with. We had a lot of 
songs written, so we could be quite ruthless 
in rejecting songs. Both of us had a veto, so 
if either one didn't like a song for some 
reason, it was out," Blunstone says. 

While he says both were confident about 
the songs they finally selected for the 
album, he readily admits his limitations at 
choosing singles simply because of his 
history at it. "I'm very bad at picking singles. 
I didn't think 'Time Of The Season' stood a 

chance of being a hit. 
"As a matter of fact, I almost didn't sing 

it," he says. "It was about 4 a.m. when we 
were in the studio doing it. I didn't know it all 
that well and Rod Argent (also an ex - 
Zombie) kept telling me how to sing it. I 

said, `If you don't like the way I do it, why 
don't you sing it.' " 

Eventually, though, they did get it down 
and Blunstone's vocal work helped propel it 
to the top of British and American charts. 
The distinctive voice which became a 

trademark of the Zombies is still very much 
present on the new album. 

Seven of the LP's nine songs were co - 
written by Blunstone and he is supported 
on it vocally by Rod Argent and instrumen- 
tally by China, Elton John's former backup 
band. 

Ten years after he was at the top of the 
charts with the Zombies, Blunstone thinks 
the music business has changed most in 
that the business end is much more promi- 
nent today than when he was first involved 
with it. 

Another observation he makes is that, 
"Most of the people who were around in the 
1950s are, for the most part, no longer 
around today. But it looks like the genera- 
tion of the 1960s are going to be the ones 
who are going to continue to be the leaders. 
That's fortunate for me because the people 
who were growing up then still remember 
me and now want to help on the new 
record." 

Wilbert Longmire 
Moving to the forefront of the pop -jazz 

sweepstakes is guitarist -singer Wilbert 
Longmire. With his new Tappan Zee album, 
"Sunny Side Up," Longmire's lovely, lyrical 
guitar and warm vocals are enhanced by an 
all-star Bob James production that charac- 
teristically combines professional 
sophistication with easy accessibility. 

Yet Wilbert himself points out that the 
guitar -vocal approach is a route that is his 
own, if seemingly familiar. "I know a lot of 
people will want to compare me with 
George (Benson) because of the vocals. 
The only way that we're really alike is that 
we came along at the same time, we both 
play guitar, and we both sing. I sang before I 

ever owned a guitar. During the Alan Freed 
rock and roll days, I used to sing on the cor- 
ner with a group, using modern harmony. 
Later on in high school, I started playing 
violin and that led me to the guitar, and 
that's when I forgot about singing." 

The guitar was the focus of Longmire's 
career for the next fifteen years. Moving on 
from several rock and R&B bands, in- 
cluding a stint with the Students, Wilbert 
joined the Red Prysock band. While on the 
road he first met George Benson, who was 
playing with Jack McDuff. When Wilbert 
moved over to a combo led by Hank Narr, 
he encountered Benson more frequently, 
since both Narr and McDuff worked the 
same "chitling circuit." 

In 1975, he decided to go into hiberna- 
tion. "I had lost perspective on my music," 
he explains. "I no longer knew what the next 
step should be. I knew it was time for me to 
stop and think about it ... I put bands 
together, more or less to try out musical 
ideas. The only public appearances we 
made were in elementary schools and nur- 
sing homes, places where I could get a 
response, yet without being in front of a real 
audience." 

Longmire's shift towards a more assured 
direction came with those appearances, 
and with a casual remark made by a guitar 
student of his. "One of my students caught 
me one day while I was into my super -pure 
jazz, and said, 'Hey, you know, this is about 
communication,' and the remark struck me 
deeply, and I said to myself, 'You know, it 

really doesn't make sense if there's no com- 
munication between the audience and the 
musicians. It's like conversation. If you're 
not making sense to them, then you're 
really speaking to nobody." 

Having decided he was ready for the 
music scene, Longmire called George Ben- 
son, with whom he had kept in touch, and 
asked him to recommend someone who 
could help him with his career. Benson of- 
fered some suggestions, and the most 
responsive was Peter Paul, who was in the 
process of switching affiliations from CTI to 
Tappan Zee. Once Paul was settled as 
general manager, it was all systems go for 
Longmire. 

"My short range goal at this time is to be a 

success at Tappan Zee," says Longmire, 
"and to make them feel secure that I'm 
realizing my potential as an artist and musi- 
cian. I want to reach and touch the people in 
any kind of way that a musician can touch 
them, and I want to just try and develop 
more and more as a performer. In the long 
range I would like to be responsible for 
passing the ball along, and contributing to 
someone else's success and helping 
realize their potential the way Bob James 
has done with me." 

Unity Instrumental In The 
Crusaders' 25 Years Of Music

LOS ANGELES - Twenty-five years ago, 
four musicians from Houston, Texas - Stix 
Hooper, Joe Sample, Wilton Felder and 
Wayne Henderson - formed a group that 
came to be known as the Jazz Crusaders. 
Today, with three of the four original mem- 
bers still playing together, the Crusaders 
are one of the most successful instrumental 
combos of all time and their latest album, 
"Images," is #1 on the Cash Box Top 40 
Jazz chart. 

The intervening years saw the band and 
its music undergo many changes. In 1968, 
feeling that they were being ignored by a 
large segment of the public because of the 
stigma attached to the word "jazz," they 
shortened their name to the Crusaders. 
When Henderson left the band in 1976 to 
pursue independent production, a 
rebuilding phase began with the addition of 
bassist Robert"Pops" Popwell. And in 1977 
guitarist Billy Rogers was selected to 
replace Larry Carlton (who embarked on a 
solo career), rounding out the current quin - 

Two -Option Plan 
Set For Jimmy's 
ByCreditorCom. 
LOS ANGELES -A creditors' committee, 
formed in New York by the Bankruptcy 
Court following the Aug. 1977 petitions for 
bankruptcy by Jimmy's Music World and 
Sutton Distributors, has recommended 
adoption of a two -option plan to resolve the 
year old bankruptcy proceeding. The terms 
call for 15 cents on the dollar for creditors 
seeking payment within one year (option 
one) and 30 cents on the dollar (option two) 
for creditors allowing up to six years for re- 
payment. 

After rejecting many plans previously 
proposed by the debtors, the committee 
(composed of representatives from RCA 
Records, Phonodisc, CBS Records, Capi- 
tol, ABC Records, Win Records, Cadet 
Records, Promo Records and Alpha Dist.) 
has recommended the new plan, copies of 
which were dated June 28, 1978, and 
mailed to creditors for their approval. 

The committee held substantial negotia- 
tions with Jimmy's and Sutton, whose cases 
were consolidated because of their close 
relationship, and considering the fact that 
major portions of the debtors' inventory is 
subject to liens, concluded that in the event 
the debtors were adjudicated bankrupts 
and liquidated by a trustee in bankruptcy, a 

nominal dividend might be available to 
creditors but not for several years. At the 
time the Chapter XI petitions were filed, the 
debtors closed most of the retail stores. 
Therefore, after review, the new plan was 
considered the best plan possible. 

The first option of the recommended 
plan calls for a general creditor to receiv. 
15 per cent of the amount of the filed and 
allowed claim. The terms are payable, 
without interest, at fractions of 10 per cent 
in cash upon confirmation of the plan; 21/2 

per cent 180 days from confirmation of 
plan; and 21/2 per cent of the amount of the 
claim in cash, one year from the date of 
confirmation. 

The second option provides 30 percent 
of the amount of the filed and allowed claim 
to be paid without interest as follows: 5 per 
cent upon plan confirmation; 21/2 per cent 
12 months from confirmation; 4 per cent 
two years after acceptance of the plan; 4 
per cent three years from confirmatitn; 5 

percent three years from confirmation; 5 

percent at four years mark, 5 percent at 
mark. 

Creditors failing to elect one of the two 
options offered by the plan will be treated 
as an option one creditor. 

tet which includes Hooper on drums, Sam- 
ple on keyboards and Felder on sax. 

While the Crusaders' music is rooted in 
the gospel, blues and jazz sounds they 
grew up on in Texas, it too has evolved 
steadily over the years. Indeed, a key to the 
band's longevity lies in each member's 
ability to assimilate and, in many instances, 
anticipate new developments in contem- 
porary music. 

Pioneer Fusionists 
For example, in the '60s they began to 

fuse R&B rhythms with jazz and the results 
of this marriage can be heard on albums 
such as "Pass The Plate" and "First 
Crusade." Later on, the extended tracks 
with repeated rhythmic patterns that 
characterized these albums gave way to the 
highly melodic, polished groove of

"We probably take more control of our 
career than most musicians," says Hooper. 
"We started out at a very young age and got 
burned like a lot of people, but now we have 
our own offices for our various enterprises. 

"Without sounding egotistical, I would 
have to say we have more than a limited 
knowledge of all facets of the music 
business - from creating the music, to 
knowing who is the right promoter to book

NASSAU COLISEUM, UNIONDALE,LONG 
ISLAND - All three of these groups are 
soul acts who are enjoying "crossover" pop 
chart success. The O'Jays, who have a big 
hit with "UseTa Be My Girl," impressed with 
their brand of seasoned professionalism. 
Utilizing smoke and strobe lights and wear- 
ing caped suits, they entered flashily to the 
strains of "Faster Than The Speed Of 
Thought," then settled down to a set of 
more characteristically conservative 
material. 

The group dipped frequently into their 
catalog of hits, but proved to be more effec- 
tive with non -hit ballads. On uptempo num- 
bers, lead singer Eddie Levert capitulated 
to the hugeness of the coliseum with vocal 
and theatrical gestures that were ex- 
cessively broad. But on slow tunes like 
"Just Let Me Love You Tonight" and "I'm 
Down," which played Levert's harsh 
shouting style against Walter Williams' in- 
sinuating cool, the group made every inch 
of the auditorium's turf their own. 

Heatwave, who preceded the O'Jays, 
nearly stole the show. The biracial group, 
who first broke in England, effectively com- 
bines the compact, thick -textured ensem- 
ble sound of rock with the dancing flash and 
catchy, hook -dominated songs of soul, and 
caps both with an acrobatic, youthful 
energy. But though they fared well with their 
uptempo hits like "Groove Line" and 
"Boogie Nights," they also proved that the 
ballad was their secret weapon. Fronted by 
group leader John Wilder, who spiced his 
bluesy teenage vocal style with 
stratospheric falsetto wails, the group's 
rendition of "Always And Forever" was 
perhaps the highlight of the evening. 

Evelyn "Champagne" King opened the 
show. She demonstrated one of the finest 
adolescent voices to come around since 
Michael Jackson's. Though it took a rendi- 
tion of her hit song "Shame" to captivate the 
audience, she gave every indication of hav- 
ing the kind of talent that, with proper 
professional guidance could sustain a 

career long beyond the impact of a hit.

UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEATRE, LOS 
ANGELES - The orchestra had been 
seated. Band members filed past potted 
palms to take their places. Cheers and 
screams rose from the crowd as a figure 
dressed in white walked across the 
darkened stage to the spotlight at center. 
One look confirmed it. Tennis shoes. This 
must be Stephen Bishop. 

Stephen Bishop began his show by tell- 
ing the audience that it was a joy for him to 
be there, his first time as headliner at the 
Universal Amphitheatre. Beyond his talents 
as a singer/songwriter, Bishop is a charm- 
ing entertainer and he established a rap- 
port with the audience that continued until 
he graciously declined a second encore 
because of time limitations. 

The music flowed. The band changed 
moods to suit the songs, from the steel 
guitar and Caribbean ambience of "On and 
On" to the subtle use of the orchestra on 
"Recognized" to the Italian sounds on "Lit- 
tle Italy." They were sometimes funky, 
sometimes rock and sometimes pop. 
Professional and proficient, the band and 
orchestra remained background as 
Stephen Bishop was definitely the star of 
his own show. 

The set closed with "Save It for a Rainy 
Day," before an encore request for 
"Avocado," a spoof of "Desperado" with 
Michael and Jeff Staten singing harmony. 
Bishop finished with "Madge," accompany- 
ing himself on solo guitar, a very quiet and 
sensitive way to end the show. Success of 
the show could be measured in the number 
of Bishop songs hummed to oneself the 
following day.

Toots & The Maytals 

MY FATHER'S PLACE, ROSYLN, LONG 
ISLAND - The Maytals were a highlight of 
this club's summer reggae series and gave 
a performance that was exciting by any 
standard. 

Oddly, the set started slowly. Though the 
rhythm section played together as naturally 
as breathing, lead singer Toots Hibbert did 
not initially come across too well. His vocal 
and theatrical mannerisms were extremely 
influenced by those of '60s soul as he es- 
sayed tunes like "Funky Kingston" and 
John Denver's "Take Me Home, Country 
Roads" and it was hard to tell what kind of 
substance existed beneath his pervasive 
styling. 

Midway through the set, however, he vin- 
dicated himself. Someone called out for a 

15 -year -old -number by the group called 
"Daddy" and the Maytals obliged. It was a 

doo-wop ballad and over the groups soulful 
vocal harmonies, Toots' effective haunting 
lyrics about being far from home, dreaming 
his parents were by his side and waking up 
alone. It was as moving an evocation of life 
in Babylon as anything Bob Marley's done 
and without Marley's insulating religious 
and political trappings. 

The group followed with "Reggae's Got 
Soul," the title track of their most recent 
album, and it was as successful for its 
physicality as "Daddy" was for its 
spirituality. Toots sang the song unrelen- 
tingly, and after 20 minutes, soul -styled 
gesturing gave way to sheer abandon, and 
his arms and legs flailed in Jamaican free- 
style. At the same time, the audience was 
moved to dance ecstatically, a rare oc- 
currence at this venue. Toots emerged as a 

praiseworthy artist who transcends his in- 
fluences. Though reggae remains on the 
fringes of popular acceptance, the recent 
signing of Peter Tosh to Rolling Stones 
Records and Bob Marley's sold -out show at 
Madison Square Garden, are hopefully 
fostering a climate where Toots can start 
cashing in some of the dues he has paid for 
so long.

GREEK THEATRE, L.A. - The Little Rive 
Band's cross-country tour has been 

plagued by near tragedy and blessed with 
good fortune. The bad news first. Drummer

Replaced by Geoffrey Cox, 
LRB went ahead. Now the good news. The 
tour has exposed LRB to a wider audience 
and as a result the single"Reminiscing" has 
been breaking all over the country and 
stands this week at #13 bullet on the Top 
100 singles chart. Another good fortune is 

that Derek Pellicci, after several skin graft 
operations, has re -joined the band as a 

percussionist and is gaining strength. Cox 
continues to provide the heavy drum work; 
the combination of Pellicci and Cox results 
in rich percussion textures. 

LRB is a very talented band which is 

likely to command a strong Top 40 
presence. The most recent album "Sleeper 
Catcher" has many fine moments and 
possible singles and the band, in concert is 

capable of fine replication. The Greek date 
was a pleasure. 

Glenn Shorrock, although not yet 
capable of riveting charisma, is a fine 
vocalist. Beeb Birtles and Graham Goble 
on guitars also add unusually capable har- 
monies. However, it is David Briggs' work 
on lead guitar that provides much of LRB's 
power. Because of Briggs' talent, a 

keyboard player is not necessary. George 
McArdle on bass holds down the LRB 
sound with his muscular play; he also of- 
fered a funky and fast -run solo intro to a 

song from the"Diamantina Cocktail" album 
which allowed his flash room to move. 

With an ebullient pop sound that 
emphasizes strong melodic lines, clean 
vocal arrangements and solid guitar work, 
LRB is likely to find its own path up the

Ry Buchanan 

THE STARWOOD, L.A. - Over the past few 
years, Roy Buchanan has deservingly ear- 
ned the reputation of being one of the most 
skillful electric guitarists in contemporary 
music today. When Buchanan and his 
three-piece backup band returned to Los 
Angeles to play an engagement at the 
Starwood, numerous guitar -hungry fans 
flocked to witness his riveting, highly 
technical guitar exhibition. 

Buchanan is equally adept at performing 
several different musical realms, ranging 
from the Chicago band blues of "Trouble" 
to the hard -rock of Larry Williams' "Slow 
Down" and even jazzy keyboard -based tex- 
tures. The quartet boasts three lead 
vocalists, all who are capable if not par- 
ticularly distinctive stylists, but the band's 
stunning effectiveness is derived primarily 
from its instrumental execution. Of course, 
Buchanan's complex, rapid-fire guitar runs 
are at the heart of the group's delivery, 
superbly blending his extensive guitar 
technician abilities with an intense, pur- 
poseful passion for the music. Whenever 
Buchanan would launch into one of his 
many solos, the guitar aficionados amidst 
the audience would holler its approval of 
Buchanan, providing a boisterous, satisfy- 
ing camaraderie between the guitarist and 
his fans. 

If there Is one problem with Buchanan 
and his group's performance, it is that the 
foursome relies too heavily on its in- 
strumental virtuosity and thus partially 
sacrifices the important elements of song 
structure and lyrical value. Nonetheless, 
with Buchanan's guitar work at the band's 
helm, the concert displayed many 
highlights and was well received.

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Industry Professionals Take 
Part In Record Bus. Seminar 
LOS ANGELES - "Basic Music Business 
Survival Training," an 18 -hour televised 
program featuring videotaped interviews 
with numerous top record industry 
professionals, will be held at the Century 
Plaza Hotel Oct. 16-20. 

The program is offered by Practical 
Learning for the Arts, Inc., a non-profit 
educational organization funded by major 
record companies and is open to people in 
or out of the music business. 

The seminar consists of 36 half-hour in- 
terviews and the $127 tuition also includes 
a 140 -page career guidebook. Ronald 
Zalkind, president of Practical Learning for 
the Arts, will host the course and act as resi- 
dent instructor throughout the five -night 
program. 

Some of those interviewed by Zalkind for 
the half-hour segments include Walter Yet- 
nikoff, president of CBS Records Group; 
Jerry Wexler, executive vice president, 
Warner Bros. Records; Bruce Lundvall, 
president CBS Records Division; Dee 
Anthony, president Bandana Enterprises;

CRT Jukebox Ruling 
Requires Location List 

by Joanne Ostrow 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - Jukebox operators 
will be required to furnish location listings - an initial list of establishments with 
jukeboxes and the number of machines at 
each site plus updated annual reports - to 
the Copyright Royalty Tribunal under a re- 
cent ruling by the CRT. 

The CRT's unanimous decision was seen 
as a blow to the coin machine ow- 
ners/operators and a victory for the music 
licensors who opposed the AMOA's con- 
tention that the location lists would be un- 
duly burdensome. CRT Chairman Tom 
Brennan said the Tribunal "couldn't buy 
that argument." 

The Tribunal came up with a "bare bones 
rule" on the distribution of fees, according 
to Brennan. CRT will take no position on 
whether to use trade charts or actual sur- 
veys of songs played (or a combination of 
both methods) in disbursing funds. There 
will be no action from the Tribunal until next 
fall on the matter: hearings will be held in 
October 1979 assuming the liscensing 
organizations are still opposed on the 
means of distrbution. At present, ASCAP 
and SESAC endorse a random sampling of 
actual performances on jukeboxes while 
BMI prefers using trade paper charts. 

AMOA Disappointed 
Fred Granger, executive vice president 

of AMOA, said the net effect of the decision 
will be to spur jukebox operators to action. 
"We are very disappointed about this," he 
said, "Our pleas have not been listened to 
... the process is too complicated and bur- 
densome." The operators are thinking 
seriously about pursuing their arguments 
in court, although Granger could not say 
what action is planned. 

In testimony before the CRT, AMOA 
presented two main arguments: that the 
Tribunal does not have jurisdiction to rule 
on the iication requirement; and that the 
forced :at closure of ccnfidential business 
information is contrary to the Information 
Act. CRT held that the Act gives them dis- 
cretion to rule and that the disclosure is in 
the public interest.

NEW YORK - Arista Records has com- 
pleted the most successful fiscal year in the 
company's history. International net 
revenues increased 80% from $36.7 million 
in 1977 to $66.2 million for the year ending 
June 30, 1978. 

Arista also set net revenue records for 
the fiscal fourth quarter and last six months 
of fiscal 1978. Net revenues for the fourth 
quarter increased 10% from $13.9 million 
to $15.3 million. Net revenues for the last six 
months soared to $34.4 million, a 45% in- 
crease over the year-earlier period's total of 
$23.7 million.

Arbitron found that for total persons 12+ 
midday Sundays is the fourth most listened 
to day -part, but men 18+ prefer weekday 
afternoon drive, 3-8 p.m., while women 18+ 
prefer Saturday mornings, 6-10 a.m. 

For all demographics, the 7 -midnight 
day -part is the least listened to seven days 
a week. Only 6 a.m. to midnight listening 
was included in the report.

group in the first rock performance ever 
staged at the Metropolitan Opera House in 
New York.

Massachusetts Club 
Fined Thousands For 
NotPayingASCAPFees 
NEW YORK - Following an August 21 
hearing, U.S. District Judge A. David Maz- 
zone awarded damages of $400 each for 17 
counts of copyright infringements at the 
Buttercup Hill Club in Lunenburg, 
Massachusetts. Judge Mazzone also 
awarded attorneys fees of $700 against 
Buttercup Inc. and Robert Fusco and Irene 
Panagiotes, its principal officers and 
stockholders. The plaintiffs in the suit were 
the owners of 17 songs copyrighted by 
ASCAP. 

Affidavits 
Affidavits submitted to Judge Mazzone 

showed that Buttercup Hill Club had long 
been performing music without an ASCAP 
licerise, and that its principals had been 
previously sued three times for copyright 
infringement by ASCAP members. 

Under the U.S. Copyright Law of 1976, 
copyright owners may obtain damages of 
$250 or more for each infringement. In his 
decision, Judge Mazzone agreed that 
damages in excess of $250 per infringe- 
ment were required to deter infringing con- 
duct by the defendants. "Other music users 
in Massachussetts and elsewhere, who 
have willfully failed to obtain a license to 
perform copyrighted music, may be sub- 
jected to similar liability," said an ASCAP 
attorney. 

The attorney also noted that ASCAP ex- 
pects other Federal judges to follow Judge 
Mazzoné s precedent and award substan- 
tial damages against willfull infringers. "It is 
clearly the intent of the new copyright law to 
enable copyright owners to recover more 
than the traditional $250 per infringement 
when willfull disregard of the law is proven," 
he said.

us in which venue, to being aware of who is 
the best sub -publisher in different foreign 
countries." 

The Crusaders were in the vanguard of 
those jazz players who took the music out of 
the small clubs and dives, thus making it 
more accessible to the general public. Now 
that jazz is fashionable, what are some of 
the factors contributing to its popularity to- 
day? 

"First of all, there is a new awareness of 
instrumental music in this country," Hooper 
explains. "And to coincide with that, there is 
a new awareness in the industry of how to 
market it. 

"Record companies are giving the music 
to AM and FM programmers and they are 
playing it - instead of taking it to the 1,000 
watt jazz station that comes on at three in 
the morning on the right hand corner of the 
dial that you need a CB unit to find. 

"Presentation has something to do with it 
too. The old jazz players would go out and 
often times play at the public. But now, even 
the musicians are selling the music. Which 
gets back to people like Cannonball (Ad- 
derley) taking the audience into considera- 
tion with the attitude of: 'I'm a musician and I 

work hard at my craft, but I also appreciate

Adds Sample, "Teamwork is the hardest 
thing to achieve. It's easy to sit down and 
play alone, but it's hard to blend in with 
someone else. Sometimes it just doesn't 
happen and there are a lot of reasons why - the sound system may not be right, 
somebody might not feel good and so 
forth." 

The essence of this teamwork spirit is 
most evident in the way the Crusaders 
record an album. All the group members 
are composers, so it involves a delicate

For Minority Retailers 
NEW YORK - In an effort to expand its ser- 
vices to minority retailers, NARM has in- 
stituted a door-to-door and telephone cam- 
paign as a way for urging black and other 
minority -owned enterprises to attend the 
regional meetings coming to their areas. 

Joe Cohen, NARM's executive vice 
president, said that the success of the cam- 
paign has been particularly evident at the 
west coast regional meetings, where the 
attendance of small minority retailers 
tripled over last year. 

Another factor that contributed greatly to 
increased minority attendance at the first 
six meetings in Seattle, Portland, San Fran- 
cisco, Detriot, Cleveland and Los Angeles, 
was that member company one -stops were 
encouraged to bring their customers with 
them as NARM's guests to the meetings.

process of interpretation and collaboration 
in order to achieve that unmistakable Cur- 
saders sound. 

"If a song is to be included on a 
Crusaders album," Hooper says, "usually 
the person who wrote it - either Joe or 
Wilton or myself - presents it to the group 
during a rehearsal. He tries his best to con- 
vey what he had in mind in terms of the 
dynamics of the song, rhythm and the 
various shades and nuances he wants - 
and then the process of collaboration 
begins. It's up to us to interpret what he 
wanted to say, and then it becomes a 
'Crusaders' song. 

"Most of the time - perhaps 90 percent 
of the time - we will interpret the tune the 
way he originally presented it. The other 10 
percent of the time it's a group composition 
where one guy might play a line and 
another guy will say, 'I know what the 
chorus should be,' and someone else may 
come up with the rhythm. 

"The difference between the Crusaders 
and a lot of other groups is that when Joe or 
Wilton or I bring in that song it's not a matter 
of a guy coming in with an arrangement and 
saying, `Here's what the band will play,' We 
allow the freedon for it to become a vehicle 
for group expression, and that is what gives 
us that unique sound." 

As a follow-up to "Rainbow Seeker," 
Sample's critically and popularly ac- 
claimed solo album, Hooper and Felder are 
preparing solo efforts of their own. "Joe 
created a new awareness of the role of the 
acoustic piano," Hooper notes, "at a time 
when everyone else was tap dancing on the 
synthesizer and moog. Likewise, Wilton is 
doing a special kind of album combining 
the tenor with some elements that have 

been used before, such as voices, but in an 
entirely new way. In my album, I want to 
focus on another role of the drums besides 
pounding the beat." 

But despite the group members' current 
preoccupation with solo albums and other 
outside projects, the desire to create good 
music which originally brought them 
together 25 years ago still remains. And the 
legion of fans who buy Crusaders albums, 
or who attend the clubs, concerts and 
festivals where they perform is large 
enough to assure that, in Hooper's words, 
"the Crusade will continue."

Direct -To -Disc Albums Add 
New Dimension In Nashville 

by Bob Campbell 
albums in Los Angeles and New York. 
Since 1976, Direct -Disc Records has 
produced nine albums (eight in Nashville), 
and the six -month -old Audio Directions 
recently recorded its first direct -disc album 
here with others on the drawing board. 

Last week, Direct -Disc Records pro- 
duced The Brubeck Brothers and guitarist 
Larry Coryell in Music City Music Hall (for- 
merly RCA Studio A) which was also video- 
taped by Opryland Productions for in-store 
promotions in Hi-Fi and record stores. And 
Audio Directions recently recorded an 

album by country/rock artist Tracy Nelson, 
"Doing It My Way," which is to be released 
this month under wide -spread promotion 
and distribution. In June of this year, "A Cut 
Above," a limited -edition double album by 
The New Dave Brubeck Quartet was recor- 
ded here, which Direct -Disc President Joe 
Overholt said "at this point may break all 

sales records for direct -disc recordings."

What It Is 
Direct -disc recording, which consists of 

musicians bypassing tape and recording 
directly onto the mastering lathe - thus 
producing a 'live' clean sound, actually con- 
stitutes the original method of recording 
music. This process grew outmoded with 
the advent of tape. But in 1970, Sheffield 
Labs in Los Angeles produced the Lincoln 
Mayogora Album which created new in- 
terest in direct -to -disc recordings. Now, 
approximately 12 companies are specializ- 
ing in these recording techniques. 

Overholt, who holds a Bachelors Degree 
in Electrical Engineering from The Univer- 
sity of Tennessee in Knoxville, explained 
the direct -to -disc process and said the ap- 
preciable difference in sound quality main- 
tained by these recordings are immediately 
noticeable upon first hearing. 

"Essentially, overdubbing and mixing 
are eliminated," said Overholt, whose com- 
pany recorded an album in Los Angeles 
utilizing Tommy Newsome and The Tonight 
Show Orchestra along with Doc Severinsen 
which is to be released this month. "After 

the musicians play, you have a finished 
record except for pressing. You can't stop 
between songs. You have to cut the whole 
side at one time. You are cutting an acetate 
groove with a heated needle. Everything 
depends upon balance and motion. Once 
the needle goes onto the lacquer that is it. 

Obviously, you get a few mistakes, but that 
is what people really like. Instead of being 
artificial, it is the real music. It is a perfor- 
mance difference between a record and 
going down and hearing a concert. The 
engineer has to mix while it is happening 
and there is little limiting or compressing. 

'Major Difference' 
"For anyone with a $500-600 system, 

there is a major difference in sound 
quality." Overhold added. "It makes that 
system sound like a $1,500 system. When 
you hear these albums, it actually sounds 
like the band is in the room with you. Using 
ordinary recording methods with overdub- 
bing and all, hearing music is like looking

CBS Combines With King's Dominion 
Amusement Park For Joint Promotion 
LOS ANGELES - CBS Records and King's 
Dominion have declared September 
Country Music Month at the theme park 
located in Dozwell, Virginia. In a 

cooperative effort to last the entire month, a 

total of 14 artists (11 CBS) will perform two 
shows each on a scheduled weekend. 

Kicked off this past Labor Day weekend 
with Columbia's R.C. Bannon, Lynn Ander- 
son, Epic's Charly McClain, Warner Bros.' 
Margo Smith and Monument's Larry Gatlin, 
the show will continue to the first of October 
when Willie Nelson and Johnny Cash will 
appear. 

To reach the consumers, a cooperative 
advertising scheme was devised utilizing 
267 area A&P Food Stores who both placed 
promotional material in their stores and ran 
ads weekly that featured discount coupons 
redeemable at the gate. CBS in turn dis- 
tributed 22,000 record samplers on the ar- 
tists appearing. 

This brought to 10 million the number of 
coupons associated with the program. A 

total of 386 accounts were tied in as well as 
they displayed quantities of point -of -sale 
material and posters about the King's Do- 
minion event. 

According to Bill Yost, an advertising 
representative from McCann-Erickson, 
A&P's ad agency, approximately 12 million 
people were reached by a specially print- 
ed handbill distributed at the A&P stores. 

Broadcast Advertising 
Broadcast advertising is being carried 

over 80 stations in the five -state marketing 
area. In all, between CBS, King's Dominion 
and A&P - nearly $250,000 has been spent 
in advertising. 

The cooperative ventures between CBS 
and King's Dominion began in October, 
1975 when two weekends of appearances 
were scheduled. 

Based on that initial success, King's 
Dominion expanded the following October 
to an entire month.

Overholt also feels many companies un- 
derstand little about direct -disc recording. 

Need Capable Artists 
"We go after artists we know are capable 

of cutting this way," Overholt said. "For in- 
stance, we have used Buddy Spicher and 
other Nashville session players on two 
albums - one was jazz -flavored and the 
other was bluegrass. We have talked to a 

few prod.icers, but so far we have not had 
much luck because I don't think they un- 
derstand quite what it is. I think certain ar- 
tists could cut a good album. We got close 
to doing an album with Hoyt Axton, but for 
some reason he finally declined. One of our 
guys talked to Merle Haggard at a studio 
the other night and he seemed real in- 
terested. 

"What we want is for the label to release a 

regular album from the session, and we 
would release the direct -disc," Overholt 
added. "You can cut a direct -disc album 
and also tape it if you like. Actually, there is 
no conflict with the two records. Direct -disc 
is a separate buyers market. We mainly 
service Hi-Fi Stores here and overseas with 
our own distribution." 

Tom Seemes, president and owner of 
Audio Directions, also feels major artists 
are compatible with direct -to -disc 
recordings. But he also feels direct -disc 
albums are a perfect vehicle for artists who 
are between labels. Seemes believes á 
good audiophile album will help an artist 
secure another label deal. 

First Rock Artist 
"First of all, I think Tracy Nelson is the 

first rock artist to record direct -to -disc," 
said Seemes, who once served as vice 
president for Overholt's Direct -Disc 
Records and who worked for six years as 
staff engineer for Woodland Studios here. 
"Tracy has been on several major labels, 
but she is looking for a record deal now. I 

think direct -disc recording is ideal for ar- 
tists in between labels. I approached Travis 
Rivers (Nelson's manager) on the Idea, and 
we neoo:iated a deal. We think, for several 

reasons, this album will also re -capture 
Tracy's old fans from as far back as her 
days in 'Mother Earth.' For one thing, the 
demographics of direct -to -disc buyers 
show most of them are males in the 18 -35 - 
age group with a lot of money invested in hi- 
fi gear. They are the type of people in- 
terested in record quality and not satisfied 
with the noisy records being produced to- 
day. We also took what we felt were her 
strongest songs from previous albums and 
recorded them. 

"Also, we are launching an extensive 
radio -promotional campaign when the 
album is released," Seemes added. "We 
are going to use traditional promotional 
techniques used by major labels. We have 
hired Fred Vail as an independent 
promoter, and we are evaluating radio 
markets. We will pick stations who have 
shown an interest in the record we will send 
them, and then we plan to work with those 
stations on promotional campaigns with 
giveaways and selected radio spots. And 
we will try to get these stations to devote 
some airtime to playing Tracy's album. 
Then our distributors can go into dealers in 

those markets and show them the record is 
getting airplay and attention." 

Carnegie Hall 
Seemes also added that this month he is 

finalizing plans to record a live, direct -to - 
disc classical album at Carnegie Hall in 
New York City featuring Rawl Sunico, a 

Filipino classical pianist. 
Direct -to -disc recordings are normally 

produced in much smaller quantities than 
regular records because only a nominal 
amount of records can be produced from 
each laquer. For instance, Direct -Disc 
Records will run two lathes and produce 
two laquers, thus creating roughly 100,000 
albums available for sale. And all Direct - 
Disc Records are available for sale in a 

limited -edition, serialized DD -100 series.

"But I would say that the aggregrate in time 
could be meaningful ... And so much of 
radio is syndicated today that the total 
could be substantial." 

Growing Field 
Irwin Robinson, president of Chappell 

Music, also noted that the growth of syndi- 
cated radio has attracted the attention of 
publishers. "Five or six years ago, syndica- 
tion in radio wasn't that important. As radio 
became more automated, syndication 
became more important. In addition to that, 
publishers were always saying to them- 
selves, 'If I go after syndication, what are my 
rights here?' For example, publishers with 
hits are more likely to insist on mechanicals 
than those with good catalog, who would 
rather at least get the exposure and the per- 
formance rights money. 

"But since the new copyright law went 
into effect, I think many publishers have 
come to realize that, for years, rights were 
being used and people weren't paying. And 
you sort of get a spirit after a while: You say, 
'This isn't going to happen to me 
anymore.' " 

Robinson stressed the fact, however, 
that the publishers' present posture goes 
beyond mere principle. "It's a combination 
of things now. Syndication has gotten a lot 
bigger, programming on these stations has 
gotten to be quite varied, and there is 
enough money around to make it 
worthwhile for a publisher who's got a 
diverse catalog to stick to his guns." 

Countering the syndicators' claim that 
administrative costs of collecting the 
mechanicals would be prohibitive, Robin- 
son said, "If a publisher licenses through 
Harry Fox, there are no administrative costs 
except the Harry Fox fee." He added that, 
from the agency's point of view, it should be 
no more difficult to license the syndicators 
than to license Muzak, with whom the 
agency recently signed an agreement. 

Rick Smith, vice president of publishing 
for CBS Records, which owns April 
Blackwood, had not really considered the 
availability of mechanicals from the syn- 
dicators. "In the discussions I've had with 
my people over the past nine months," he 
said, "they've really all focused on the per- 
formance royalties. No one did discuss 
getting a license on people to copy the 
records, because the quick view was 
toward getting our hands on some perfor- 
mance money." 

The syndicators, of course, try to rein- 
force the impression that the main source 
of broadcast income for publishers is from

performing rights. For example, Al Milder, 
attorney for Drake-Chenault, one of the 
largest broadcast suppliers, asserted that, 
even after an agreement is reached with 
Harry Fox, the publishers will still continue 
to benefit primarily from their performing 
rights royalties. 

Milder noted, however, that he has heard 
some of the smaller syndicators say that the 
mechanical levy could drive them out of 
business "because the cost would be so 
great." This was also the conclusion offered 
by Carole H. Thompson, executive vice 
president of CnB Studios, a moderate - 
sized west coast supplier. "I will say that, if 

the programmers have to pay for it, it will 
put the small programmers out of 
business," she said. 

As pointed out by Marlin L. Taylor, presi- 
dent of Bonneville Broadcast Consultants, 
this turn of events could actually work to the 
advantage of the larger syndicators by 
reducing competition. While he conceded 
that the mechanical fees "would put a 
reasonable dent" into Bonneville's profits, 
he stated that "there is also a selfish reason 
from our point of view to levy a fee on all 
program syndicators. I think those fees 
would tend to have a much more detrimen- 
tal effect on some of the smaller syn- 
dicators in the business than it would on us, 
and such a law and such a fee system might 
tend to eliminate some of the basement 
operators, guys who are making a 
somewhat inferior product. They're out 
there selling the product at giveaway prices 
and making it appear that they've got 
something that's equal to what we are." 

Taylor said that Bonneville went to Harry 
Fox several months ago to try to work out 
some kind of mechanical license rate. "We 
are in a leadership position in the broadcast 
industry," he explained, "We don't want 
anyone to feel that we're trying to avoid 
something or to skirt an issue or to get 
around the law. So we wanted to indicate 
that we were available to negotiate at such a 
time as they were interested." 

A spokesman for another big syndicator 
said that his company had been ap- 
proached by Harry Fox, but that "we're not 
negotiating." He dismissed the whole idea 
of levying mechanical fees on the suppliers 
as a matter of "nickels and dimes." "For 
syndicators in the entire business, if fees 
were to amount to $50,000 a year, it would 
be a lot," he said. 

An even more cogent reason for the 
source's apparent lack of concern about 
the issue is the fact that most of the large 
publishers are owned by record com- 
panies. "I'm not very concerned about it, 
because the record labels would be crazy 
to allow this to happen with current hits. I 

expect that every record company is going 
to step up and say, 'Don't worry about it, you 
won't have to pay it.' I'm not saying that 
they're going to shoulder the cost, but in in- 
stances where they have co -publishing or 
have the publishing (rights) on the material, 
they're going to waive that right." 

Milder took a similar tack, noting that "all 
the syndicators are of great help in dis- 
tributing these records out to the radio sta- 
tions, which is important for record com- 
panies and for publishers. Most of the large 
labels maintain a sizable staff of promo 
people to do what in effect these radio syn- 
dicators are doing for them." 

Drake-Chenault has been discussing the 
matter with Harry Fox, as well as with in- 
dividual publishers, and, Milder said, 
"We're working at it to achieve satisfaction 
for everyone." In the long run, though, he 
didn't believe that the publishers would get 
very much after the administrative costs 
were subtracted from the total. "I think after 
they've dug into it and seen the realities of it, 
it isn't the big bonanza that everyboby 
thought it was going to be."

Jobete Begins Campaign For 
Songwriters' `Pure Magic' LP

LOS ANGELES - Jobete Publishing will be 
the first publishing firm to profile two of 
their top songwriters, Pam Sawyer and 
Marilyn McLeod, by sending out a sampler 
of their new product. "Since Jobete has 
been the top publishing firm for the past 14 
years, it is only fitting that they be the in- 
novator in promoting their songwriters," 
stated Karen Hodge, vice president of ad- 
ministration for the firm. The company will 
be packaging the sampler of 32 titles with 
the innovative aspect of this sampler being 
the fact that most of these titles are un- 
proven hits. The sampler will be sent to 
producers, artists and their managers. 

More Recognition 
Since songwriters as a whole are starting 

to garner more recognition, Jobete has 
taken things a step further in the deluxe 
packaging of these tunes entitled "Pam and 
Marilyn - Pure Magic," which features 32 
of their tunes to include their million sellers, 
"Love Hangover" and "You Can't Turn Me 
Off." This occasion also marks the first time 
there has been a billboard put up for 
songwriters, with Jobete having purchased 
a spot in the Los Angeles area, where you 
would normally find singers or actors. 
Hodge also told Cash Box, "This will be the 

first time a top flight, prestige campaign will 
be built around two songwriters. They have 
been with us for ten years, but only the last 
year have they been actually writing with 
each other." 

Pam Sawyer, a writer from England, has 
written hits for everyone from the 
Supremes, Quincy Jones, Gladys Knight 
and others. She can be described as an 
aggressive, but emotional person who is 
very concerned about lyric content. Sawyer 
has been quoted assaying, "I wouldn't write 
anything that someone's child may hear 
that I wouldn't want my child to hear." 

Track Record 
Marilyn McLeod, also with the company 

for over ten years also has a track record in 

the ranks of such major Jobete artists as 
Stevie Wonder, Smokey Robinson, Marvin 
Gaye and others. McLeod is mainly the 
music writer of the team, making for a very 
good marriage with a great lyricist. McLeod 
is also presently undertaking a career as a 

singer, it is her voice that presents all of the 
material on the "Pure Magic" package. 

The lady writers recently penned a tune 
called "Pops" to commemorate the 
ninetieth birthday of Berry Gordy Sr. The 
tune was presented to Gordy Sr. by Marilyn 
and Pam, with Marilyn doing the vocals.

Since the Coop is in a college town, 
where business traditionally does not start 
picking up until after Labor Day, when 
classes begin, the weekend success 
seemed particularly noteworthy. "It's true 
that students aren't in town until after Labor 
Day," explained Stellinger, "but the need 
for apartments which starts September 1st 
brings a lot of them in town a little bit earlier, 
so that was real helpful, and, with our store - 
wide sale, we gave them the opportunity to 
take advantage of some low prices. 

Pauline Corin, operating supervisor for 
Long Island's Record World chain, said, 
"We had a very good Friday and Saturday 
in all our stores; business was above 
average. As far as Monday went, we made a 
managerial decision that, instead of open- 
ing at two in the afternoon, as we've done in 
the past, we would open at ten in the morn- 
ing, and the only thing we found different 
was that our 10 to one p.m. business wasn't 
really as strong as we'd hoped for, and that 
our business still came at two o'clock. We 
did the bulk of our business from two to six. 
After that it was pretty well dead. So that, 
while last year we did more business per 
hour, since we were only open from two to 
six, this year the figures are up." Korin con- 
cluded, "Holidays are traditionally the best 
shopping days, and we are doing better 
with records than last year." 

Business Upturn 
In New York, retailers were very happy 

about holiday sales. Ben Karol, president to 
the King Karol chain, said, "Labor Day was 
very good. It was up considerably over last 
year. The stores in the Times Square area 
did very well. We kept two of our stores 
open on Monday and business was just 
about the same as last year. The rest of the 
weekend is up. In general, business is on an 
up trend, and each week of each month for 
this year is better than each week and each 
month for last year. Labor Day was the 
same; it was up over last year by about 
25%" 

Jay Sonin, president of the Record Hun- 
ter, confirmed that "Business is running 
about 35% better than last year, roughly, 
and it's been consistent right through the 
summer. And though we are closed on 
Sundays and on Labor Day itself, the Labor 
Day week and the following week were both 
very strong weeks, without giving merchan- 
dise away. We had a lot of out-of-towners 
as well." 

Steve Stoff, manager of Disc -o -Mat's 
Broadway store said, "It was the busiest 
weekend we've had since Christmas. That 
was not including Labor day itself, but, 
sales were great on Friday, Saturday, and 
Sunday. There were just a lot of people in 
the city, a lot of tourist trade, and people 

who didn't go away did buy records." 
Newspaper Strike 

Surprisingly, the newspaper strike in 
New York City has not hurt sales, according 
to most area retailers. According to Stoff, 
"the newspaper strike hasn't meant a thing, 
nothing. We have enough ads on the radio, 
and combined with word-of-mouth, people 
manage to find the record stores they want 
to get to. It doesn't pay to advertise in these 
makeshift papers that have appeared, and 
the big corporations don't want to go for 
ads in them." Stoff added that the one 
paper that Disc -o -Mat has directed its ad- 
vertising towards has been The Village 
Voice. 

Ben Karol concurred with Stoff. "The 
newspaper strike has had no effect on our 
sales whatsoever. If anything, it's helping 
stores like ours. Print advertising in New 
York is dominated by huge department 
stores who advertise records as loss 
leaders, so I would think that they are the 
ones who have to get their message 
across." 

But Dave Rothfeld, divisional merchan- 
dise manager of the Korvette's chain, dis- 
agreed. "The newspaper strike has had a 
dual effect," he said. "The New York stores 
have felt to some degree the effect of the 
newspaper strike, but it has been more 
than offset by the concentration on radio 
and local, suburban newspapers. Subur- 
ban stores have felt the double impact of 
newspaper ads and expanded radio, and 
they've gone considerably ahead, while 
New York stores have managed to just 
about hold their own. The net result has 
been an overall increase in sales. Our sales 
have been up right along, and if someone 
misses the newspaper, he assumes that 
that's the place to go, anyway." 

While the purchase of records has hardly 
replaced vacationing as a leisure activity, 
many retailers feel that it has very much in- 
creased in importance. Stoff explained, 
"People are out there to buy today, and the 
prices are right to buy records. To do a lot of 
other things is just too expensive. If you 
want to see any kind of show, it has to cost 
you $20. So people are doing more enter- 
taining at home, with records. And this is 
not only true of disco music. There is a great 
increase in adult buyers today, who are 
keeping my stock of MOR turning over con- 
stantly, but who are buying 'Saturday Night 
Fever' and 'Grease' as well." 

Linda Stellinger made a similar observa- 
tion. "People are spending more time 
browsing and hanging out in record stores. 
And this summer we haven't had to rely on 
bad weather to bring people in. I think that 
record stores have become a good place to 
be in."

Veteran singer Olga Guillot has been around for some time. 

After an absence of a few years she has come up with a sparkl- 
ing album of romantic love songs. Olga Guillot's voice is in great 
form throughout this album and at first listening it will become 
evident why she has become a superstar all over Latin America. 
All ten sides are excellent, so this album should not be 
overlooked in any Latin retail store. 

LATIN BEAT 
Barry Manllow's Latin beat lament of 

love, passion, revenge and desperation, 
"Copacabana," is turning out to be a three- 
way hit for America's music superstar. The 
pop version of "Copacabana," which 
Manilow penned with Bruce Sussman and 
Jack Feldman, is Top 10 on all the charts. 
And the disco version by Manilow is a 

current favorite of dancers from coast to 
coast. 

But now for something completely dif- 
ferent: Manilow has recorded "Copa- 
cabana" in Spanish. 

"En El Copa," as "Copacabana" is called 
in Spanish, was recently released by Arista 
Records, and is coming up Top 10 in all the 
Spanish markets. 

Manilow, who studied Spanish at Eastern 
District High School in Williamsburgh, 
Brooklyn admits that going back to Spanish 
was no problem. "Spanish is the second of- 
ficial language in Williamsburgh," he says. 
"You can't go shopping unless you 'habla 
Espanol.' " 

Manilow says his next release will be in

New York's Radio Jit is still the top Latin 
radio station in the Big Apple and is making 
the majority of the hits.

But the big news has been the tremendous 
impact achieved by WKTU-FM, sister sta- 
tion of Radio Jit which changed its MOR for- 
mat to a disco format. Both Anglo and Latin 
listeners are talking of Radio Disco 92 
(WKTU). The phenomenon of "Disco 92" is 
as surprising as the disco music itself. But 
what is even more important, is that Wanda 
Ramos, the young Puerto Rican who was 
behind the gigantic programming of 
WBLS, is now programming "Disco 92" 
with brilliant results which only Ramos 
could have accomplished in such a short 
time. "Disco 92" also has as DJ Paquito 
Navarro who instead of doing it in Spanish, 
now has turned to English. The disco im- 
pact is enormous. Many radio stations 
throughout the U.S. are turning to disco for- 
mats and many Latin stations are being for- 
ced to a bilingual format. This, plus the fact 
that the majority of the programmers and 
Record Pools DJs in the U.S. are moved by 
the Latin percussion in the disco 
recordings, makes the future of disco 
music "in crescendo." Those who are left 
behind or out of this movement, will lose the 
young crowds, Latins as well as Anglo. 

Time will tell. 
Fania Records is releasing Chilean 

Quino produced by Fabian Ross and 
Johnny Pacheco. It is a beautiful recording 
which could break even with Quino's 
similarity to the eternally popular Lucho 
Gatica. This record is quite a production 
... Sonora Santanera received the 
"Paladin de Hollywood" award which is 

awarded only to orchestras and groups 
with international fame. The event took 
place at the Sports Arena in Los Angeles, 
California.

100,000 Attend First Canada 
Jam At Mosport Speedway

MOSPORT PARK, ONTARIO - More than 
100,000 people attended the first Canada 
Jam August 26 at Mosport Park Speedway, 
northeast of Toronto. 

In terms of revenue, the show was the 
largest -grossing single rock event in Cana- 
dian history. The day -long concert, which 
featured ten recording acts from the United 
States and Canada, was produced by 
Lenny Stogel and Sandy Feleman, the two 
men responsible for the California Jam I 

and II. 

"We're tremendously pleased with the 
results," said Lenny Stogel. "We had to 
come into a new area (Canada), and work 
on presenting a show at an unproven 
facility (Mosport). Considering the adver- 
sity under which we operated, having to 
start from square one, we were thrilled with 
the ways things turned out." 

The show progressed with few hitches 
and without incident throughout the day. 
"We licked the parking problems, the 
sound was as good as I've ever heard at an

outdoor show, and there were no distur- 
bances of any kind," Stogel said. The only 
arrests of note took place when ten men, six 
Americans and four Montreal residents, 
were charged with selling counterfeit 
tickets outside the gates. 

'Ran A Little Late' 
"The only thing that went even slightly 

wrong was that we ran a little late," Stogel 
said. The concert ended at 3:45 am, instead 
of the predicted midnight finish. "At the two 
Cal Jams, we didn't let bands do encores. 
Today, we decided to let groups, when 
asked back for an encore, to do them." 

The 17 -hour show featured music by 
Kansas, The Doobie Brothers, the Com- 
modores, Dave Mason, Atlanta Rhythm 
Section, the Ozark Mountain Daredevils, 
Village People, Wha-Koo, Prism and 
Triumph. Over 1500 people were employed 
by the Canada Jam. 

"I think that people are giving us too 
much credit for putting this show together," 
Stogel said. "A lot of the credit should go to 
people like Martin Onrot (the event co- 
ordinator) and other Canadians like him. 
They worked extremely hard to show 
others in this country that an event of this 
size is feasible. 

'Sure To Fall' 
"Before we came up here," Stogel said, 

"People were telling us about how different 
Mosport would be to convert into a concert 
site, about the apathy of Canadians 
towards such an event, and how we were 
sure to fail. Well, I think there's a lesson to 
be learned from the show." 

The concert was taped for television. The 
show will be presented in Canada on the 
CTV Television network in the fall, and will 
be syndicated throughout the United 
States. 

Stogel also announced that a third 
California Jam will take place next April. He 
also said that plans will soon get underway 
for a second Canada Jam. "We intend to be 
back. We've broken a lot of ground with this 
first show. Next time," he predicted, "will be 
even bigger." 

Where In The World .. . 
Bette Midler has cancelled her September 28 date at the Concerthouse in Oslo because 
the theatre has refused to hang her stage lights. 

The Oslo date at the Concerthouse was scheduled to be her first European performance 
following her Palladium dates in London. 

Midler's manager Aaron Russo stated, "The Concerthouse advised us that they will not 
allow us to hang our own stage lighting." 

As a result, Russo cancelled the date, and explained, "The stage lighting that we use has 
an immeasurable production value on Ms. Midler's show. It would be unprofessional for us 
to perform a show that was not properly lit." 

Midler's first European tour will now pick up at the Scandinavian Theatre in Gotenberg 
on Sept.30 followed by her date in the Concerthouse in Stockholm, Oct.1, which sold out in 
three hours. 

No Oslo date has been rescheduled.

Copyright Office Cites High 
Number Of Unlicensed Jukes 
CHICAGO - The Copyright Office of the 
Library of Congress has reported that of the 
"approximately 400,000 jukeboxes in the 
United States" an estimated 268,000 are 
currently "operating illegally," or without 
the proper license prescribed under the 
new copyright law. The report further 
stated that 132,000 jukeboxes, however, 
have been licensed, in compliance with the 
$8 per model royalty fee requirement. 

These figures reveal an apparent laxity in 
compliance but raise the question as to the 
extent of non-compliance, since there is 
some doubt about the reported total num- 
ber of jukeboxes operating in the U.S. 

"I don't believe there are 400,000 
jukeboxes in this country," one operator 
told Cash Box. Noting that the advent of fast 
food chains and other emerging new loca- 
tions for phonographs has been offset by 
the loss of locations resulting from urban 
renewal and the demise of many small

operations. Another operator said that, 
although he is in an expanding market, he 
has about as many jukebox locations now 
as he did 10 years ago. Fred Granger, ex- 
ecutive vice president of AMOA, also ques- 
tions the reported figure, stating that the 
national association plans to conduct a sur- 
vey in the hope of determining an accurate 
analysis. 

When the copyright law went into effect 
January 1, 1978 a wave of protest ensued, 
aimed not so much at the law itself as at the 
regulations imposed by the Copyright 
Royalty Tribunal. Operator opposition 
focused on alleged "excesses" of the 
regulations, such as the requirement that 
location lists be filed with the tribunal and 
supplementary filings be made for gain or 
loss of a location and for the transfer of 
jukeboxes from one location to another; 
and the requirement that operators allow 
full access to the interiors of jukeboxes for 
the purpose of determining a record's pop- 
ularity and the number of plays. All of these 
arguments were presented before the 
Copyright Royalty Tribunal meeting in 
Washington this past June. (Cash Box, July 
15, 1978.). 

Despite the heavy protest, however, 
many operators have complied with the 
new law, largely through the efforts of 
AMOA, industry distributors and various 
state associations, who took on the task of 
supplying the appropriate licensing forms 
as a first step effort. It is apparent, ac- 
cording to Granger, that the majority of 
those complying with the law are members 
of AMOA and/or state organizations. To 
date, applications have not been furnished 
by the government but are available on re- 
quest. And some feel this is detrimental to 
operators in outlying areas of the country 
who, for lack of national or state association 
affiliation or other industry communication, 
might not be aware of the requirements and 
thus neglect to apply. 

The Library of Congress noted that "un- 
der the new law, every public performance 
of a copyrighted musical work on an un- 
licensed jukebox is a separate act of 
copyright infringement" and cautioned that 
"civil, or in some cases criminal, actions for 
damages and other remedies could be 
brought against the operator of an unlicen- 
sed jukebox for every time a record has 
been played." 

Applications for licenses may be secured 
by writing the Licensing Division, Copyright 
Office, Library of Congress, Washington, 
D.C. 20557 or calling (703) 557-1394. 

Strict adherence to the new law as it 
stands is urged by AMOA but the associa- 
tions is intent on continuing its campaign to 
bring about revisions and a simplification of 
the procedure.
