Bee Gees’ Single
Debuts At #27,
Highest of 1970s

LOS ANGELES — After a year of
superlative accomplishments, the Bee
Gees have added another feather to their
caps. “Too Much Heaven,” the group’s
latest single, enters the Cash Box Top 100
Singles chart at #27 bullet this week, mak-
ing it the highest debuting pop single of the
decade.

Previously, that record was held by “I'l
Be There,” by the Jackson Five which
debuted at #28 bullet Sept. 19, 1970. In the
1960's, however, several records debuted
at higher positions, including “Can't Buy
Me Love” by the Beatles which entered the
chart at #21 bullet Jan. 28, 1964.

In making the new mark for the 1970s,
“Too Much Heaven,” which was released
Nov. 8, received strong radio acceptance in
all areas of the country. A total of 86
reporting stations added the record.

One Milllon Shipped

RSO shipped approximately one million
units of “Too Much Heaven” to retail ac-
counts.

LOS ANGELES — Nehi Record Distributing
Corp., parent company of the Peaches
Records chain, last week announced it will
close its central warehouse in Culver City,
Cal., and that each of the 32 Peaches out-
lets will now buy from manufacturers on an
individual store basis.

The closure of the warehouse and
resulting lay-off of a majority of its em-
ployees is being done, according to Frank
Miko, vice president of Nehi, because “the
rising cost of freight and warehouse main-
tenance has made it economically imprac-
tical.” He added, the move has been under
study at the corporate offices for quite
some time."”

Miko said the warehouse will continue to
house Nehi/Peaches’ executive offices and
that the company's art facility, currently
located in a separate 35,000-square-foot
building, might be shifted to Culver City as
well. “We are looking to save a lot of
money,” he said.

The elimination of warehouse overhead
and the reduction of redistribution cost
(freight and shipping) are expected to help
offset the cost Nehi has incurred by the
rapid expansion of the Peaches chain over
arelatively short period.

Net savings are anticipated even though
each store will now be charged a higher
price per album by most manufacturers,
since most companies’ pricing structures
offer discounts for large volume of multi-
unit purchasing.

Miko said the move will have only a small
effect on the chain's overall operating

procedure. “The only changes that will be
noticeable will be a more intense
relationship between the record labels
locally and each of our stores,” he said.
Another advantage of local purchasing will
be better service for each store, since those
in other states will no longer have to wait for
shipments to come from Nehi in California.

Further expansion plans involve the
opening of four new stores by Dec. 1 in
Oklahoma City, Orange, Conn., Atlanta
and Fort Worth, Tex.

While Nehi will no longer serve as a cen-
tral warehouse for the Peaches chain, Miko
said the change will not alter the
Nehi/Peaches relationship in any other way

Don’t Always Reach The Top Back Home

NEW YORK — There is a long tradition of
American-born writers, artists and musi-
cians who travel to Europe at some pointin
their careers in search of anintellectualand
social climate where their talent will be
recognized. Among the famous expatriates
of the past are such novelists as Ernest
Hemingway, Henry Miller and Gertrude
Stein; distinguished painters like Mary
Cassat and James Whistler; and such
renowned vocalists as Paul Robeson and
Josephine Baker.

Today, the expatriate tradition also em-
braces a number of Americanrecording ar-
tists. Some of these artists have experien-
ced an overwhelming degree of success
overseas, but have not yet been able to
achieve a comparable measure of accep-
tance in their homeland. Cash Box recently
surveyed marketing and sales directors of
several major U.S. labels to determine why
momentum of international success does
not aiways help an artist in his native coun-
try.

Why is it, for instance, that a sensitive folk
balladeer like Dean Friedman can attain a
Top 5 single in England called “Lucky
Stars” (Lifesong), but fails in this country to
reach a similar level of popular acceptan-
ce? Similarly, what prevented Boney M's
"“Rivers Of Babylon” single (Sire) from cap-
turing the top spot in this country, given the
record’s vast overseas success only
months ago? And how does one account
for the fact that Chrysalis originally believed
that it couid break Blondie in the U.S. when
the band really achieved its first measure of
success on the Continent?

Promotional Live LP

Cheap Trick is a perfect example of a
contemporary group whose domestic

llowing has yet to reach the level of their

international success, particularly in Japan.
Both of their records on Epic have been
certified gold there, and the label has just
released a non-commercial live disc that
was recorded earlier this year at Tokyo’s
Dudokan Theatre "to give certain markets
in this country yet another reason to play
the group in anticipation of their next LP,”
according to Harvy Leeds, associate direc-
tor of album promotion for E/P/A.

Leeds explained that, because the
band’s latest LP, ""Heaven Tonight,” is
several months old, E/P/A decided to
release the live album for those markets
that had already “exhausted” tracks from
the current LP (notably Los Angeles, San
Francisco, and a handful of midwestern
cities).

What, then, is the value of telling a
programmer that a group has broken
abroad? Jim Charne, director of national
merchandising for E/P/A, feels that "it
shows them that a group has hit potential
and that large audiences approve of their
music,” but that ultimately it's just another
piece of information that doesn’t
necessarily assure airplay.

Jukebox Operators
Win On Issue Of
Location Lists

by Joanne Ostrow

WASHINGTON, D.C. — After tworejections
from Federal District and U.S. Appeals
Courts here a week earlier, the jukebox ow-
ners and operators fared slightly better
before the Copyright Royalty Tribunal on
Nov. 9.

Although the CRT voted 5-to-C against
AMOA's request for reconsideration of the
jukebox ruling announced in September,
the jukebox interests didn't come away
empty-handed. A motion by Commissioner
Clarence James on the issue of confiden-
tiality of location lists, seen as favorable to
the AMOA, was passed unanimously.

According to that resolution, no one out-
side the CRT will have access to the
jukebox location listings. The Tribunal will
compile a catalog by states and cities (or
perhaps other subdivisions), listing the
number but not the location of coin
machines. This will be available to copy-
right owners, i.e., the performing rights
societies. However, a selected location list
as compiled by the CRT will be made
available to the performing rights societies.

Next Step

As of last week’s hearing, it was uncer-
tain how AMOA would proceed next. The
attorney representing the organization,
Nicholas Allen, left the hearing to join the
annual AMOA convention in Chicago.
Presumably the jukebox industry's next
move will be a hot topic, although the option
of returning to District Court appears less
and less likely.

In other action, the CRT considered
BMI's questions on how claims are to be
made and how surveys should be conduc-
ted. It was decided that the term “survey” is
not to include trade publications’ charts.
The Tribunal came close to determining
that random sampling is the best means of
assessing the way royalties are to be dis-
bursed. However, Commissioner Mary Lou
Berg modified that motion to the effect that
random sampling is the best, but not the
only method.

CRT Chairman Thomas Brennan ended
debate on that issue by instructing the par-
ties — ASCAP and SESAC opposing BMI
— to get together and hammer out a system
on which to base claims. Brennan ordered
the performing rights societies to reach a
decision and report back to the CRT by
Feb. 15.

Due to a typographical error it was mis-
takenly reported in Cash Box last week that
Harvey Bruce, west coast director of A&R at
20th Century-Fox Records had leftthe label
in August. Cash Box’s intention was to
report that Bruce currently is helping to fill
the vacancy created by the departure in
August of Harvey Cooper, the label's for-
mer vice president of A&R.

To Become Top Disco Label

NEW YORK — Polydor Records has em-
barked on a major promotion of its current
disco and R&B product in an attempt to es-
tablish itself as the leading discolabelin the
industry.

Utilizing the theme of “Steppin’ To Our
,Disco,” the program encompasses current
disco albums by Don Ray (“Gardens of
Love"), Isaac Hayes (“For The Sake of
Love”), Peaches & Herb (“2 Hot"), and
Bionic Boogie (“Hot Butterfly"); self-titled
LPs from Alicia Bridges, Kikrokos, and La
Blonda; a disco hits package called "Step-
pin' Out;” and upcoming releases by Joe
Simon (“Love Vibrations"), Gloria Gaynor
("Love Tracks'), Miquel Brown
("Symphony of Love"), and Arpeggio (“Let
The Music Play . . . For Ever and Ever").

As part of the promotion, Polydor has
created a series of four radio commercials
that will piggyback music from three of the
teatured LPs. The ads, specifically tailored
for disco-oriented stations, will go on the air
the week of November 24 and will be broad-
cast through December 24.

Dr. Hook, the subject of this week's cover
story, really launched a career with the
story of a cover — "The Cover Of The Roll-
ing Stone.” That was the title of the song, |
written by Shel Silverstein, which Dr. Hook
recorded in the early '70s and turned into a
hit. Now, with the release of their new LP,
“Pleasure And Pain” on Capitol Records,
the members of the band can see their smil-
ing faces on the cover of Cash Box.

Dr. Hook got their startin 1970 when they
met producer Ron Haffkine, who was music
director of the film "Who Is Harry Kellerman
And Why Is He Saying Those Terrible
Things About Me?" Haffkine asked the
group to sing the theme song for the film,
“Last Morning,” which eventually landed ‘
the band a recording contract. The group
produced a number of hits, including

first LP for Capitol, appropriately titled
“Bankrupt.” The album contained “Only
Sixteen” which became Dr. Hook's third
gold single.

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New Faces To Watch

'R
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Bobby Caldwell

Bobby Caldwell is a man to watch. After
years of struggle, Caldwell, an exceptional
28-year-old singer, songwriter and musi-
cian. is on the verge of a breakthrough. His
unigue brand of music which forges a new
weld between rock, R&B and disco comes
at a time when these once distinctively dif-
ferent musical categories are experiencing
an increased mingling of influences.

“What You Won't Do For Love,”
Caldwell's first single from his debut
“Bobby Caldwell” Clouds/TK album is #41
bullet on the Top 100 R&B chart. If com-
parisons are allowed, Caldwell's voice
sounds strikingly reminiscent of another
fine singer — Stevie Wonder. In fact, the
sound of Bobby's record and the lack of
visual publicity by TK left some doubt
whether Caldwell was white or black.

“Idon’tknow what I'll be when | growup,”
says Caldwell, “but the last time | checked |
wasn't black.” Bobby's affinity for R&B
music is deep-rooted. After being born into
a family of singers, musicians and actors,

| Caldwell left his home in Manhattan and
lived in musical hotbeds like Memphis,

Jackson, Miss., L.A. and Miami. The

Caldwell family worked on off-Broadway in

NYC and while they were on the road with

traveling troupes, Caldwell lived with his

grandparents and aunt in the deep south.

At the age of 10, his father gave Bobby a

guitar and a career.

\ Subsequently, Caldwell iearned how to
play the guitar, piano, bass, saxophone and
alist of other instruments. These talents are
put to good use on his new album on which
he plays all instruments except for drums.
After working with several young bands,
Caldwell, as a member of the band Kat-
mandu, was signed by Mainstream
Records. Little Richard heard the band and
hired them to co-bill with him on his swings
through Lake Tahoe and Las Vegas. Confi-
dent of their talent, Richard brought them to
L.A. and installed them in a house in the
Valley.

“Little Richard was really something
else,” says Caldwell. “He treated us like
kings — really kept us alive in L.A. — but
nothing happened. Heis still agood friend.”

Caldwell spent seven years in L.A.,
struggling along with many other young
bands, playing clubs like the Whiskey,
Troubadour and the Red Onion as a mem-
ber of Live Jive and Radio Flyers. During
this time, Caldwell recorded a song “The
House is Rocking” which Henry Stone of TK
Records heard in France at a festival and
liked immediately. Picked up by TK and
distributed on the east coast, the song
became a #1 record on Bo Crane’s pool list
in Florida three and a half years ago.

However, after “drawing blanks” while
shopping for a label deal, Caldwell finally
returned to his true home,Miami.

“I had not had contact with TK for years at
that point. t stumbled in with a tape and the
reaction was ‘where the heck have you
been."”

With a new label home and a new album,
Caldwell is enjoying his breakthrough and
preparing to bring his show to the road.
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Brides Funkenstein

Rapidly establishing their own identity
from the myriad of acts that form the P-
Funk conglomerate are Lynn Mabry and
Dawn Silva, known as the Brides of
Funkenstein. With their album “Funk Or
Walk" bulleting towards the Cash Box Top
100 and their single, *‘Disco To Go”
bulleting towards the Top 10 on the Black
Contemporary chart, it is clear that the
public's appetite for George Clinton’s P-
Funk music is large enough to swallow this
distinctively distaff part of the mothership
connection.

Bride Lynn Mabry was born in Vallejo,
California. When she was growing up, she
moved to Bakersfield and later to SanFran-
cisco and Berkeley, all the while singing in
church choirs. While still a senior in high
school, she landed a job as background
vocalist for Coke Escovedo. At a local per-
formance she was heard by Sly Stone (who
happens to be her cousin), and he asked
her to sing background vocals on his
“Heard You Missed Me” album. Eventually,
she left Escovedo to tour with Sly, where
she met Dawn.

Bride Dawn Silva was born in
Sacramento, California in 1953. Although
she sang in church choirs like Lynn, she
also studied opera and classical music ex-
tensively and admits, “How | got to singing
hard rock and funk I don’t know.” Certainly,
the high school vocal trio she had,
Windsong, aided her professional transi-
tion. While performing at aclub, the trio was
heard by Cynthia Robinson, the veteran
trumpet player of Sly and the Family Stone
(another of Sly’s cousins). She asked the
trio to audition for Sly, who was looking for
background singers for the “Heard” album.
Dawn’'s partners chose not to make the
audition, so she went it alone. Eventually,
she was asked to join Sly on tour.

That tour, which featured Funkadelic, Sly
and Bootsy, was a pivotal one for Dawn and
Lynn. “Although we were with Sly for two-
and-a-half years, it seemed like five,” said
Lynn. “Things were chaotic with Sly, but
even though we learned about this
business the hard way with him, still, we
learned about the business.”

It was during the tour that the ladies
came to George’s attention. “They (those in
the P-Funk revue) would be dressed up
crazy while we'd be wearing gowns with our
hair all done up,” Dawn says, “but we met
up with George and he liked our sound.”
They began singing backup vocals on
Clinton-produced albums by Eddie Hazel,
Fred Wesley and the Horny Horns, and
Parliament.

Still, they continued their association
with Sly. It wasn’t until the women actually
performed with Clinton that Sly asked them
to leave his group. “I don't feel that we
violated our agreement with Sly,” says
Dawn. “Clinton was recording the ‘Parlia-
ment Live’ album on stage, and we were
needed for background vocals. We weren’t
even on stage. We were offstage, just sing-
ing into mikes. So it's on him {Sly). But even
though he did fire us, it turned out to be the
best thing that could have happened to us.”

NewAliceCooper LP Reflects

His Recent Battle With

LOS ANGELES — Earlier this year it ap-
peared that the colorful career of Alice
Cooper, the Grand Ghoul of Theatre Rock,
was in jeopardy due to a drinking problem
that forced him to seek professional help to

Kick his habit. But now Alice has overcome
alcoholism and is out with a new concept
album, “From The Inside,” based on hisre-
cent sanitarium experience.

“My new album is not really much of a
musical departure from my earlier LPs,”
notes Alice. “I haven't lost that rock ‘n’ roll.
I'm an old Detroit rocker (Alice spent his
early years in Detroit) and | know the real
thing. But I'm also confessional in my lyrics
— if something happens to me | put it into
my music and tell the world. | don’t preach
though, | just say what happened.”

Perhaps the biggest change on “From
The Inside” is the collaboration of Cooper
and Bernie Taupin on all 10 songs. It’s the
first time the two have written together and
it's Taupin's first major project without
Elton John. The songwriting duo say their
friendship and the fact that they both live in
Hollywood, while John resides mainly in
England, brought them together as awork-
ing team. And so far they are both quite
pleased with their relationship.

“It's like a new affair,” says Taupin. “You
try it out and see howitworks, and it's work-
ing just fine. There's no doubt that we'll do
at least another one.”

As has been the rule with his recent
albums, the first single off “From The In-
side” is a ballad, “How you Gonna See Me
Now" currently #35 bullet after five weeks
on the Cash Box Top 100 Singles Chart.
The song was the first product of the
Cooper-Taupin songwriting team.

“How You Gonna See Me Now" is the
only true ballad on “From The Inside.” Sur-
prisingly, in light of Alice's recent suc-
cesses with ballads such as “Only Women
Bleed" and “You And Me" and the sobering
subject matter, the rest of the LP is mostly
uptempo rock numbers, depicting charac-
ters inside a sanitarium.

“The LP is not down,” explains Alice,
“because I'm not into making a blues
album. | don’t need someone telling me he
lost his baby, | want as many natural highs
as | can get. We had one song about a
junkie, the ‘B’ side on the sjngle, but we
didn’t want it on the album.

“I'm not complaining about what hap-
pened, going into the hospital was a great
thing for me. Some people find Jesus, |
found self-confidence, the self-confidence |
had lost to alcoholism.”

Changes

To go with his new songwriting partner
and his rediscovered self-confidence, Alice
went with a new producer and a new band
on “From the Inside.”

“I had used the same producer, Bob
Ezrin, for 10 LPs and it was time for a

In addition, Lew R. Wasserman, chair-
man of the board of MCA Inc., said netin- |
come in the first nine months of 1978 ex-
ceeded net income for the entire year of
1977 and that third quarter figures were |
also at an all-time high. |

For the first nine months of this year,
revenue for records and music publishing
was $85.6 million, up 35% from 1977's nine
month figure of $63.4 million. Overall
revenues for the period hit $787 million, up
29.5% from $608 million in the first nine
months of 1977. |

In the third quarter, records and music
publishing revenues totalled $33.6 million,

a 57.8¢ increase over $21.3 million in
1977's third quarter. MCA Inc. posted
revenue of $326 million, up 44.8% over
1977 third quarter revenue of $225 million.

Increases for the records and music
publishing division were greatest in the
area of operating income, with increases of

In Mfg.-Retail Connection

LOS ANGELES — Leann Meyers and
Shelly Heber had a good idea, took them-
selves seriously and formed a partnership
in Feb. 1977 to open Image Marketing &
Media. The firm specializes in marketing
and advertising, campaigns and is aimed at
strengthening the communication between
retail and the manufacturer.

“What motivates us here first is the
music,” says Meyers. “What we then do is
cultivate one-on-one contacts with retailers
to ensure that stores are familiar with our
clients, have sufficient product, merchan-
dising materials and in-store play records.
We track the results in the trades and the
marketplace. Our efforts are geared
towards making sure that artists and their
records don't fall through the cracks that
sometimes exist between the manufacturer
and the retailer.”

With 13 people to handle the phones,
typewriters and mailroom, the Hollywood
firm utilizes a master retail profile list which
includes 15,000 outlets for records
nationwide. The country is divided by the
staff and between 500-600 retailers are
contacted weekly on a revolving basis
which insures that all the major retailers in
most markets are spoken with over a
period of a month. Typically hired by labels
or management to beef up existing
marketing and merchandising campaigns,
Image Marketing helps to spread the word
about their clients and serves as an impor-
tant information interface.

Jackson has laid out a gameplan of
picketing and boycotts that started this past
week at Atlantic Records in Los Angeles,
which distributed the LP. “We will challenge
major stores in ten major markets to take
the product out of the stores, or be
picketed,” he said, Jackson also discussed
organizing students across the country to
boycott all Rolling Stones products.

Not Only Objectionable Lyrics

While Jackson acknowledges that this is
not the only song with objectional lyrics, he
feels that this one hits rock bottom. “We
have asked several times to meet with the
‘Stones’ to discuss this matter, and
received a very objectionable reply. Our
organization has done its research, we
have tried to educate, negotiate with no
results, so now we will demonstrate,” he ex-
plained.

UNICEF Song?

In May, the brothers Gibb held a press
conference at the United Nations in New
York to announce the donation of
publishing proceeds from a song to Music
for UNICEF, a clearinghouse administered
by Chappell Music. However, despite credit
for UNICEF on the label copy of “Too Much
Heaven,” a company spokesperson said
that “no decision had been made” concern-
ing donation of publishing proceeds to UN-
ICEF from this specific song.

“September,” the latest single by Earth,
Wind & Fire, set another record on this
week’s Top 100 R&B Singles chart.
Debuting at #23 bullet, the track became
the highest debuting single of the year to
date and also one of the highest debuting
R&B singles of the decade. A new studio
track from the forthcoming ARC/CBS
album “The Best of Earth, Wind & Fire —
Volume 1,” the song was added by more
than half of R&B reporting stations. “Sep-
tember” debuted on the pop chart at #79
bullet, the second highest debut of the

week.
‘Grease’ Dethroned

While the Bee Gees were setting a new
record, Billy Joel's new album *52nd
Street” bumped “Grease” from the top spot
on the Top 200 Albums chart. “Grease”
held the #1 position for 15 consecutive
weeks. “52nd Street” also set its own
record of sorts. It is the first #1 non-
soundtrack, single disc album at the new
price of $8.98.

CBS initially shipped approximately
825,000 units and within two weeks
received re-orders which boosted ship-
ments beyond the two million mark. Joel’s
album “The Stranger” which has been on
the chart for 57 weeks. stands this week at
#16. The album has sold in excess of four
million units.

Showing strong action at the major
racks, “52nd Street” has also achieved five
#1 reports from accounts in New York,
Philadelphia, Boston, Washington, D.C.,
and Buffalo. Traditionally, Billy Joel has
been stronger on the east coast. However,
“52nd Street” has met breakthrough ac-
ceptance in many other areas of the coun-
try. The album is also the #1 album on the
Top FM Rotation chart this week, replacing

The album is being propelled by the single
“My Lite” which stands this week on the pop
chart at #25 bullet.

‘Wild And Crazy’

Another interesting album on the chart
this week is “A Wild And Crazy Guy" by
Steve Martin which leaped from #24 bullet
last week to #6 bullet this week. Without
significant radio airplay, America’'s most
popular comedian has totaled #1 retail
reports in the east, midwest and west.
“Let's Get Small,” Martin’s first album,
holds the #178 position after 61 weeks on
the chart.

THP — THP #2 Tender Is The Night — Butterfly FLY-014 — LP — 7.98

Produced by lan Guenther and Willi Morrison with John Luongo as a production
associate, this second album by THP has four tracks, two of which are attracting immediate
club response. “Weekend Two Step” opens with a piano and handclap “Charleston” beat;
ticking rhythm guitar and bass join, followed by kick drum. Sweeping strings and
aggressivg horns, sparse vocals by Helen and Phyllis Duncan and a nice synthesizer line
make this hot. “Music Is All You Need” is a fast cut which is guided by tambourine and a
nice bass break. Horns add extra voices. Strings fly overhead. The rhythm guitar work is
mercurial. A sparkling keyboard line is magnificent. “Half As Nice” is the most aggressive
vocal track on the album; “Tender Is The Night” has a smooth rolling vocal reprise.

If you haven't already, this record is worth a spin to check it out. A strong but simple
rhythm track is highlighted by excellent bass string guitar work, percussion embellish-
ments and a sultry vocal. Horns add funk and an excellent sax solo. Soaring strings and
driving lyric, and a conga, drum and cowbell break make this a strong cut to build an even-
ing's energies. The vamp is commanding.

markets, retailers are begging for displays.
The materials are made by the manufac-
turers but we are provided with an alloca-
tion which we ship out to insure maximum
penetration.”

Phone calls made by Image Marketing
often yield information such as product
shortages which is of vital interest to the
manufacturer. Image Marketing maintains
close contact with the labels to co-ordinate
their efforts with label campaigns and to
keep the sales departments in touch with
conditions in the accounts. In the case of
Chilliwack, Image Marketing also managed
a display contest for Mushroom.

“Radio is promoted to and retail is sold
to,” says Heber, “but so much product is
released that it is hard for many records to
get individual attention. Because we only
take accounts which we believe in, we
spend time to nurture the artist and the
record. Typically, we take clients on for 12
week minimums. But, for example, it took
19 weeks for Walter Egan to happen.”

Because of its retail knowledge, Image
Marketing is also able to assist labels in
“tagging” appropriate retailers for co-op
advertising. “The label tells us where they
plan their ad buys,” says Heber, “and then
from our research we locate the retailers
which have generated the most excitement
about the record.”

Image Marketing is often hired by an ar-
tists manager who wants to maximize the
“street talk” about the act.

“Sometimes a big record company can-
not always keep you in day-to-day touch
with what is happening in the record
stores,” says Tony Dimitriades who

manages Tom Petty and The
Heartbreakers and hired Image Marketing
to work the last two albums. “Shelly and
Leann are able to zero in on specific towns
and situations. When the band {s outon tour
| want some extra effortin the stores. They
provide a read-out of action in the stores
before and after we have visited the town.
The research helps us gauge how our tour-
ing affects our record sales. That's an im-
portant benefit to me as a manager.”

An often repeated strategy for building
sales is to garner trade positions by con-
centrating on the radio and retail reporters.
Meyers strongly disagreed with this
philosophy, calling it self-deceiving. "The
bottom line is to sell records, not get trade
numbers. To zone in on trade reporters is
just hyping yourself. You spend a lot of
money and create a situation which you can
no longer read. It's like getting five or six
more stations to go on a stiff record. What
good is it? It's just hyping yourself. We are
interested in building careers, not hype.”

CLASSICAL CLIPS

NEW YORK — Although no one could have
been surprised by the recent revelation of
how much diva Joan Sutherland and her
husband, conductor Richard Bonynge,
make for a single performance, the recent
publication of this information has caused
quite a stir in the Land Down Under.

In a letter to The National Times, based in
Sydney, Australia, John Mostyn, former
director of the Australian Opera, revealed
that, in 1974, Sutherland received a base
rate of $10,000 (in Australian dollars) per
performance, according to a summary of
the story in Variety. Bonynge, the report
said, was paid $40,000 for 30 performances
and $1,500 for each subsequent perfor-
mance. For the 62 performances that the
pair have given together since 1974, they
received $763,000 (Australian) or $875,000
in U.S. money. Mostyn estimated that the
two would net $24,000 (Australian) in their
native country this year.

The controversy grew out of the fact that
the Australian Opera is heavily subsidized
by the government. Directly and indirectly,
the company receives $3.5 million
(Australian) annually from the state. Un-

VERDI: Otello. Placido Domingo, Renata Scotto, Sherrill
Milnes, Natlonal Phllharmonic Orchestra, James Levine, con-
ductor.

Both Scotto and Levine participated in the recent Met
production of “Otello,” and the excitement of that event is
preserved in their performances here. Scotto’s convincing por-
trayal of Desdemona alone is worth the album’s price, and
Milnes is at his best as lago. Domingo’s voice is still a bit young
and ardent for the title role, but his superlative acting over-
comes this handicap in most places.
VIVALDI: Double Concertos In C minor and D minor;

In demand as arecitalist and a soloist with orchestras, Bren-
del hasn't recorded much chamber music up to now. His fine
performance in this rendition of the “Trout” Quintet, however,
shows that the pianist has much potential in this field. Cleveland
Quartet violinist Donald Weilerstein is also outstanding here,
with his graceful, well-proportioned lines. If only Brendel hadn’t
been so closely miked, this would be an even better recording
than it is.

Freeway Store
Unveiling New

LOS ANGELES — The grand opening of
Freeway Records in Los Angeles on Nov. 4
marked notonly the establishmentofanew
retail outlet, but also the unveiling of a uni-
que approach to marketing and merchan-
dising records. Rather than being grouped
by type of music, albums are displayed in
specially designed bins which call attention
first to the label, and then to all of its
product.

Lending a Las Vegas-type atmosphere
to the store, the customized bins feature
flashing lights which surround the label
name, with a cylindrical album rack that
turns to display the company’s hottest
product. The store also has facilities for
nine video machines above the bins to
showcase taped performances by artists.
The entire facility is 24,000 square feet, with
10,000 square feet devoted to the
wholesale operation, 8,000 devoted to retail
and the remainder serving as office and
management space.

Cletus Anderson, owner of Freeway
Records, explained his unusual approach
to record merchandising. “We are in the
business of moving the product of the
manufacturer,” he said,” and we feel that by
getting them more involved at the retail
level, we will move more product.”

In-Store DJ
In keeping with the fledging company's

avowed policy of exposing product by new
and rising artists, the store will employ a
disc-jockey to spin mostly new product
about four hours a day. “We realize that
radio is cutting back on exposing new
product, so by playing new artists, we can
introduce our customers to product that
they may never hear,” Anderson said.

The store will also hold periodic fashion
shows and will occasionally featurelive acts
to enhance its drawing power. Anderson
also noted that Freeway would be serviced
by a computerized inventory-control and
analysis system. The store mainly caters to
the customer wanting disco, jazz, soul and
crossover product.

Wholesale Outlet

Robot Records, the wholesale operation,
will function in an area of the store separate
from the retail operation. Robot will service
not only the VIP chain, which was founded
by Anderson and which he s still very much
a part of, but also will service all Los
Angeles dealers.

Anderson said the new store, located at
Santa Barbara Blvd. and Western Ave. in
Los Angeles, will serve as the flagship of the
chain when other Freeway Stores are
opened in the L.A. area. “Utilizing the
marketing/merchandising aspects of this
store to educate the public, we are hoping
to expand the marketplace for recorded
music,” he concluded.

THE RHYTHM SECTION

BLACK MARKETING — Skip Finley, sales manager at Mutual Black Network, has put
together a bibliographical index of major studies dealing with black media marketing,
called The Black Index. The index included 43 bibliographies dating from 1966 to present,
covering such subjects as media usage, advertising effectiveness, recall, psychographics
and demography of blacks.

“We have so frequently been contacted by people asking for this kind of information,
that we decided to put this information together and send it to our clients,” said Finley. He
added, “We have presently mailed The Black Index out to approximately 350 people, in-
cluding 60 agency media chiefs and all of Mutual’s affiliated stations.”

LAST AND FIRST FOR CBS — The last in a series of six national dealer meetings was held
in Los Angeles at the Century Plaza Hotel, having almost 300 people from the southern
California area. This was the first time in five years that this form of reaching black dealers
had been utilized, and with the success of this succession of gatherings, a spokesperson
for CBS said they plan to make it an annual event.

WILD BOYCOTT — A contract dispute has developed between the air talent at WILD in
Boston, who belong to The International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers Union and
Sheridan Broadcasting, causing the air talent to all call in sick this past week. For one full
day, Sonny Joe White, program director at the station, had to man every air shift by himself.
ON THE ROAD — The Staples have initiated a promotional tour which will be taking them
to Atlanta, Houston, Baltimore and Washington, D.C. They will be doing in-store and radio
appearances. . . A&M recording group Atlantic Starr is presently in the midstof a national
tour. The group will appear with Patti LaBelle and Richard Pryor in Memphis, Washington,
D.C. and Cleveland.

WVON CHRISTMAS SHOW — WVON in Chicago is gearing-up for its annual Chirstmas
show. The show will be held at the International Amphitheatre, which holds approximately
13,000 people. The proceeds from the show are to purchase complete dinners for needy
families, and a spokesperson for the station said they plan to give out more than 1,000
baskets. cookie amerson

Cheap Trick's Japanese tour last spring,
Columbia Records International produced
a series of press releases that offered daily
accounts of the group’s activities. Ad-
ditionally, American correspondents who

| worked for Japanese publications sent

reports back that appeared in the con-
sumer press (Rolling Stone, Creem and
Circus), while E/P/A distributed copies of
Japanese articles (where the group
received extensive color coverage) that ap-
peared during their stay.

Personal Appearance

In European countries, where MOR and
classical music dominate the airwaves,
radio is only a secondary means of expos-
ing a new act. Personal appearance is the
quality that counts most, and that is what
made Blondie a European sensation. When
Chrysalis couldn’t crack the group on radio
here, the company set out to capitalize on
what Sal Licata, senior vice president of the
label, calls Debbie Harry's “photogenic
good looks.”

Unable to overcome Blondie's “punk-
rock” image with southern and midwestern
radio programmers, the label organized a
promotional tour for radio and press in 10
major markets upon the release of the
group’s second LP, “Plastic Letters,” for the
label. Stand-up displays and in-store video
tapes also helped to generate interest at
retail.

“Programmers play what they want
here,” Licata insists. “They're really not
open to what's happening in Europe.
‘Denis’ was a big European single for Blon-
die, but radio here determined that itwasn’t
right for American listeners.”

Atlantic Records struggled with two
albums to break Boney M before the label
dropped them domestically this year. The
group then switched over to Sireinthe U.S.
and produced “Nightflight To Venus” for
the label. That record yielded the single,
“Rivers Of Babylon,” Boney M's first inter-
national hit.

Lou Dennis, vice president of sales for
Warner Bros. Records (which distributes
Sire), reflected that, in light of the single's
success overseas, the 150,000 U.S. singles
sales figure was “a failure.” “International
success means nothing if the American
public fails torecognizeit,” he said. “We fed
‘Rivers’ to Top 40, AOR and disco formats,
and the American people still rejected it.
Overseas, when arecord is played on a few
radio stations, you're capable of reaching
an entire populace. But in the U.S., you're
dealing with hundreds of stations and dif-
ferent types of formats. It becomes a whole
different ballgame over here.”

“Sometimes getting a proven inter-
national hit off the ground here is as tough
as breaking an unknown act,” observed Sal
Uterano, Atlantic’s vice president of sales.
“Consumers outside of the sophisticated
markets here don't care what happens
overseas. When you leave New York,
Boston and Los Angeles and start towards
the midwest, the sound is the determining
factor. And if it's not in the grooves, it's not
going to sell. In the case of Boney M, we just
couldn’t break them outside the New York
disco belt. They were a phenomenon here
and that was it.”

British Charts’ Influence

Dennis noted that the influence of British
charts on American programmers is not
what it used to be. For instance, when War-
ner Bros. released Jimi Hendrix's “Are You
Experienced” album in 1967, “English
charts were really important to stations
here. It had a lot to do with programmers
who thought, ‘uh-oh, it's the Beatles all over
again.' So in that respect, because of the
excitement he was causing on English radio
and in the papers there, his album was a lit-
tle easier to work in those days.”
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Pianist Keith Jarrett is an artist who
stands outside the mainstream of the pop
music business, and, not surprisingly, his
records sell in a manner not usually
associated with traditional marketing tech-
niques. He has never had Top 40 airplay,
and he doesn't perform at showcases like
the Bottom Line and the Roxy. Instead, he
sells records through constant inter-
national tours.

“Audiences in Europe seemed to be
ready for him way before the American
public was,” said Bob Hurwitz, director of
ECM Records. "Europeans view jazz more
in terms of their own artistic tradition as op-
posed to the entertainment and commer-
cial approach we take in this country. It's
more of a cultural distinction than anything
else. We don'tthink of records as 'tools.' We
release them because the music is impor-
tant, so that the same people that see him
perform also buy his records.”

Winning a number of jazz polls, Hurwitz
feels, has helped enhance Jarrett's reputa-
tion, “since there's more of an awareness of
his music today than ever before. That's
why touring is so important for him,
because of the limited airplay he receives.”

How Summer Broke In

In 1974, when disco was still taboo on
most radio stations here, Donna Summer's
“Love To Love You Baby” broke on the
European airwaves and in the New York
discos. Later, the song was edited down for
pop airplay and when her LP crossed over
to the pop charts, it established her as one
of America’s best-selling new female
vocalists. Now that radio has partially ac-
cepted disco, Summer has the nimber one
pop single on the Cash Box charts,
“MacArthur Park.”

“It's a battle we've been fighting for years
and years,” said Larry Harris, senior vice
president and managing director for
Casablanca Record and FilmWorks.
“There's no doubt that she broke initially
through the discos, and that't the base from
which her popularity has grown.”

In translating her international success
over to this country, Summer was one of the
first artists with whom Casablanca used
their “bounce-back” campaign. The label
placed a questionnaire into her second LP
asking buyers what their personal taste in
periodicals and television shows were to
best determine who her audience was. As a
result of this information, the label was able
to target her general listenership, and Sum-
mer has since become one of the most im-
portant disco stars.

Eastwood Soundtrack
Album Slated By E/A

LOS ANGELES — The soundtrack album
from Clint Eastwood’'s upcoming country
music film, “Every Which Way But Loose,”
will be released on Nov. 21 on
Elektra/Asylum Records. Two singles from
the album, Eddie Rabbitt's performance of
the title tune and “I'll Wake You Up When |
Get Home,” by Charlie Rich, will be
released on Nov. 22 and 29, respectively.

The album which was produced by Snuff
Garrett, who also scored the movie, con-
tains other songs by Rich and by Mel Tillis,
Hank Thompson, Phil Everly and actress
Sondra Locke, debuting as a singer in the
film.

ABC Promotes Grant

nearly 150% in the third quarter (from $1.68
million in 1977 to $4.19 million in 1978) and
almost 91% for the nine-month periods
($9.7 million this year vs. $5.08 million in
1977).

Net income for MCA Inc. was $46.3
million in third quarter of 1978, up 67.6%
from $27.6 million in 1977. For the first nine
months, net income was $95.3 million, an
increase of 51.7% over 1977's figure of
$62.8 million.

Wasserman commented, “MCA con-
tinues to maintain its strong financial posi-
tion and we believe that it will have a very
satisfactory fourth quarter to make 1978 a
new record year in the company’s history.”

Music, saw a plus in having an international
music convention inthe U.S. Fromthe view-
point of international publishers, he said, it
might be easier to finalize a deal here than
at MIDEM, because the parties can go
directly from here to New York to draw up a
contract. Robinson added that he preferred
Miami, where MUSEXPO has been held for
the past two years, to the previous conven-
tion sites in New Orleans and Las Vegas.

Publishers’ Convention

Although Shashoua pointed out that only
about half the registrants at the convention
were publishers, several people noted that
MUSEXPO has become more of a
publishers’ convention over the past couple
of years. This appears to be the case
because not many of the larger U.S. labels
are participating in the event. Most of the
labels listed in the MUSEXPO directory
were smaller manufacturers, some of
whom came here looking for national
distributors.

Also in attendance were several hundred
radio programmers from the U.S. and
abroad. Shashoua noted that they came to
MUSEXPO primarily because “they wantto
have their finger on the pulse of the music
business.” There is no other convention
besides Radio & Records’ yearly confab, he
said, that allows radio people to mingle with
top record company executives. And there
is also no international radio convention at
which U.S. programmers can meet their
counterparts from overseas, he said.

Bridge Between Markets

Shashoua recalled that, when
MUSEXPO first started, it was
“automatically compared” to MIDEM, but
he stressed that it is actually a very different
kind of music fair. The emphasis at
MUSEXPO, he noted, is on bringing music
from overseas to the American market,
whereas at MIDEM, the major concern of
American labels and publishers is to
arrange licensing deals abroad.

In past years, Shashoua continued, few
manufacturers thought seriously about dis-
tributing overseas records here. But now,
with an increasing percentage of the U.S.
charts composed of records that are either
by non-American artists or produced over-
seas, there is more interest in what the in-
ternational music people have to offer.

‘There’'s more crossover both ways,”
stated Shashoua, “and the marketplace
has expanded. MUSEXPO is a bridge.”

Naturally, most foreign records that find
acceptance here are sung in English.
Therefore, it was not surprising to discover
that a preponderance of the convention
delegates came from English-speaking
countries such as the U.S., the UK.,
Canada and Australia. However, Shashoua
noted, there was a larger Latin American
contingent this year than at past
MUSEXPOs.

Panel Discussions

The major focal point of MUSEXPO were
the panel discussions, which ranged over
such areas as the function of international
music lawyers, radio programming, music
publishing, record production, distribution
and marketing, and A&R and artist
development. Prominent industry figures
on these panels included Lee Abrams, Hal
Jackson, Todd Rundgren, Albhy Galuten,
Jim Maddox, Paul Adler, Larkin Arnold, Jay
Morgenstern, Irwin Robinson, Barrie
Bergman, John Cohen, David Rothfeld, Jim
Tyrrell, Joe Vias, Lenny Petze, Warren
Schatz and LeBaron Taylor.

Although each speaker had a specific
topic to address, the speeches tended to be
quite free-ranging. On the whole, the pan-
elists spoke in generalities that would be
familiar to anyone in the music business;
but the enthusiastic question-and-answer
periods showed that the audience ap-

preciated the chance to open dialogues
with some' of the industry’s movers and
shakers.

In the producers’ seminar, for example,
Albhy Galuten, who co-produced the Bee
Gees’ recent hits, explained that spending
nine months on an album instead of just six
weeks may result in minor improvements
that nobody but the artist would notice. Jeff
Lane, who has produced records by Brass
Construction and B.T. Express, took the
opposite view,saying that he liked to work
slowly in order to try out different arrange-
ments. Silver Convention producer Michael
Kuntze talked about the emergence of a
“global pop music,” spearheaded by the
disco phenomenon. And Pat DeSerio, a
Canadian disco producer, called disco the
“rock'n’roll of the 70's.”

None of these statements was
revolutionary. Nevertheless, after each
speaker had finished, members of the
audience ranging from foreign publishers
to novice U.S. producers were able to ask
some pertinent questions. A particularly in-
teresting query concerned the value of pre-
recorded disco tracks which have recently
been put on the market. The panelists’
response was that pre-recorded tracks
can’'t make up for a producer’'s lack of
creativity.

In the publisher’s seminar, the group of
domestic and international representatives
informatively discussed a series of topics
which included exploitation of local
copyrights in foreign territories, sub-
publishing of foreign catalogs in the U.S.,
criteria for catalog acquisition and the
ramifications of the 1976 copyright law.
However, the highlight of the seminar was
probably the segment which featured Bill
Lowery, president of Bill Lowery Music
Group, who entertained the audience with
anecdotes about the music business and

other subjects.
Talent Showcases

On each night of the convention, music
showcases were presented in the hotel's
main auditorium, the Konover Theatre.
Among the pop acts presented were the
youthful Phoenix/ABC duo the Keane
Brothers, Polydor group Jiva, Spector artist
Mike Pinera, MCA country singer Bill An-
derson, plus a showcase of five highly
regarded Australian acts. Several of these
artists, most of whom performed capably,
were last-minute replacements for artists
which had originally been scheduled to ap-
pear at MUSEXPO. Motown group Switch,
Portrait quartet the McCrary’s and ABC
country vocalist Don Williams had all been
slated to perform, but were forced to cancel
due to conflicting commitments.

Another highlight of MUSEXPO was the
musical video presentation which was

‘shown on a large 10’ x 14’ video screen in

one of the Konover’s ballrooms and in each
of the hotel room’s television sets via chan-
nel 13. Artists featured in the two and a half
hour, continuously running presentation in-
cluded Meat Loaf, the Moody Blues, the
Jacksons, REO Speedwagon, Nick Gilder,
Dolly Parton, Ronnie Milsap, George Duke,
Johnny Cash and Mother's Finest.

TORONTO — The “Grease” soundtrack
has achieved the one-million sales mark in
Canada. The RSO release is the third disc
this year to surpass the previously-
unattainable million unit sales plateau.

According to many industry personnel in
Canada, the accomplishments of “Grease,”
“Saturday Night Fever” (which will likely
reach the 1.5 million mark by Christmas)
and Fleetwood Mac’s “Rumours” may pave
the way for more million-selling discs.

At present, several albums are ap-
proaching the million mark, including
Wings’ “Band On The Run” (at over 800,000
units), Supertramp’s “Crime Of The Cen-
tury” (which continued to be a charted disc
four years after its release, having sur-
passed the 750,000 mark), and this year's
Canadian sleeper hit, Meat Loaf's “Bat Out
Ot Hell” album.

“The machinery is now in place,” says
Ross Reynolds, executive vice president at
WEA Music Canada Ltd. “All we have to do
is capitalize on the prospering market for
records. | think the sales achievements of
the three million-selling albums are going
to open up a whole new vista for the Cana-
dian music industry. We are proving to our

Signs Runaways

BAARN, Netherlands — Phonogram Inter-
national has announced the signing of the
Runaways to a new long-term recording
contract covering the continent of Europe.
Phonogram International, in collaboration
with Toby Mamis of the Runaways' new
management company, American Enter-
tainment Management, has developed an
extensive promotion and merchandising
campaign in support of the first Runaways
album under the new deal.

The first release, “And Now ... The
Runaways,” was recorded in Los Angelesin
September with their new producer, John
Alcock. The musical direction of the band is
reflected in the choice of songs on the new
record: five new originals by the band, two
new songs written for them (by Earl Slick
and Steve Jones) and two cover versions.

Aart Dalhuisen, vice president of
Phonogram International’'s pop division,
said: "I'm excited working with the
Runaways and AEM, and have great con-
fidence in their future.”

AEM’s Toby Mamis added, ""The
Runaways have finally been captured on
record sounding the way we've always
known they could. They're happy about the
new album, the new producer, and the new
record deal and we're proud of them for liv-
ing up to our high expectations.”

American counterparts that we can, given
the right record at the right time, blast open
the market.”

RSO’'s Canadian distributor, PolyGram
Inc., is all smiles over its recent successes.
Tim Harrold, president of PolyGram Inc. in
Canada, recently told Cash Box, “We've
finally been able to put to use the network of
sales and marketing personnel with the two
monster albums (“Fever” and “Grease”).
Now, when the States feed us smashes like
those, we can be ready.”

Yet all record companies agree that
there are enormous markets that have still
not been tapped. Terry McGee, product
manager for Epic Records Canada, feels
that the western part of the country is still
virgin territory. “Calgary and Edmonton are
the two fastest-growing cities in this coun-
try, and we have to pay more and more at-
tention to them.”

Roger Desjardins, a product manager
for WEA Music Canada, cites the recent
success of the label's Canadian group
Streetheart in its own territory. “We
achieved a gold record (50,000 units)
almost exclusively on the basis of sales in
Saskatchewan. When we can duplicate
their successes in other regions, then
domestic records should begin to ap-
proach the one miltion mark.” The label has
high hopes for the Regina-based band.
Streetheart will soon enter Le Studio in
Morin Heights, Quebec, to record its
second album with Nazareth’s Manny
Chariton producing. It's the first time
Charlton has taken on a production job out-
side of his own band.

WEA and PolyGram are also excited
about next year's releases. “Fleetwood
Mac's forthcoming double disc and the Bee
Gees next studio disc shouid battle it out for
the first two-million seller,” said an industry
observer.

Gebhardt, who announced that he plans to
retire on June 30, 1979, will remain as
chairman of the advisory council for the
Austrian Polygram companies and will con-
tinue to supervise the activities of Satel
Film-und Fernseh-Produktions Ges.mbH,
Vienna, a subsidiary of Polygram's TV-Film
Division.

In addition, it was announced that
Gebhardt will assume management of
Polydor International's classical produc-
tion liaison office in Vienna.

Gebhardt began his professional career
in 1935 as commercial apprentice with the
former Deutsche Grammophon
Gesellschaft in Berlin. Following Worid War
Il he returned to the company and since
1960 has been responsible for the
Polygram subsidiary companies in Austria.

Arming will join the management of
Polygram Musikunternehmen Ges.mbH
Nov. 1, 1978, and assume full responsibility
Jan. 1, 1979. Aside from his function in
Austria — which consists of supervision
and coordination of all Polygram record
and music publishing companies — Arm-
ing will continue to maintain an office in
Hamburg in order to coordinate the ac-
tivities of the pop music management
department of Polydor International.

Arming joined the Philips organization in
Austria in 1955, first employed in the music
advertising and promotion department,
and became head of the Philips music
department in 1960. Two years later he
transferred to Polygram Ges.mbH — as the
Polydor subsidiary was formerly called —
where he was responsible for production
and sales of the “Philips” label. Arming
then served for three years as sales
manager for all records on the Polydor and

City Boy

SANTA MONICA CIVIC — Daryl Hall and
John Oates consider theirmove to a*band”
sound to be in touch with the times. Beginn-
ing with their first in-concert album
“Livetime” and continuing with their latest
effort “Along The Red Ledge,” the
celebrated duo has re-discovered rock 'n’
roll with a vengeance.

Earlier in their careers, Hall and Oates
changed players with a gleeful abandon-
ment. More recently, they have assembled
a group of crack musicians and seem to
regard the cohesion of the band paramount
to the success of their live show. The band
members are Caleb Quaye on lead guitar.
Kenny Passarelli on bass, Roger Pope on
drums, David Kent on keyboards and
Charlie DeChant on saxophone. All noted
stringers, Quaye, Passarelli and Pope used
to play with Elton John.

Daryl and John atternated as the lead
singer throughout the evening with Daryl
handling the bulk of the duo's catalog of hits
and John providing excellent backing
vocals. Opening with hard rock 'n’ roll, the
duo projected a tougher image than many
of their fans expected. The drum beat of
several tracks was most closely akin to the
pogo purgings of punk. “Serious Music”
from the new album was a solid rocker
which emphasized kick turns and fine
vocals by Oates.

The mood and pace changed for the hits
of the past. The audience was delighted
and comforted by the skillful harmonies
and tasty R&B of “She’s Gone,” “Rich Girl,’
‘Do What You Want To Do" and an enter-
taining version of the Temptations’ “My
Girl,” which proved that Hall and Oates
have not lost interest in their Philadelphia
soul roots. And for good reason. Hall and
Oates built their reputation on the strength
of their R&B writing and singing styles.
Although the move to high energy rock 'n’
roll certainly enlivened their live show, the
most spectacular moments were those in
which Daryl Hall had the musical room to
sing in his impassioned expressive man-
ner.

City Boy delivered 45 minutes of strong,
polished, rhythmically varied rock 'n’ roll
which left the audience demanding more.
City Boy has the talent to break in abig way.
“5.7.0.5." was the song which brought them
to the attention of the American audience.
The English band aiso unleashed an ex-
cellent version of their new single “What A
Night" and the extended jam of “5000
Years” and a dramatic and playfully silly
denouement with “Dinner At The Ritz.” If
you have not heard City Boy, their latest
album on Mercury is worth investigating.

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORIUM —
10cc brought its sophisticated brand of
rock to Southern California recently and
won the hearts of a sell-out crowd at the
Civic Auditorium with its tight musicianship
and its well-crafted songs. The sextet, fron-
ted by co-founders Graham Gouldman and
Eric Stewart, employed a variety of
arrangements on a mix of material from
early 10cc albums as well as the group’s
latest, “Bloody Tourists.”

While Gouldman, on bass and vocals,
and Stewart, on lead guitar, piano and
vocals, are the group’s leaders, each mem-

ber of the band was in top form. Together
they are one of the most entertaining rock
outfits touring, able to blend cleverly or
stand out on thoughtful solos. Duncan
Mackay on keyboards and violin and Rick
Fenn on guitar add just the right touches of
spice, while two-man percussion section
Paul Burgess and Stuart Tosh supply the
driving punch behind 10cc’s sound.

Among the highlights of the show were
the band’'s current single, a reggae-
influenced depiction of black and white ten-
sions in Jamaica called “Dreadlock Holi-
day,” “The Wall Street Shuffle,” and 10cc’s
two big American hits, “The Things We Do
For Love” and “I'm Not In Love.”

Reggie Knighton opened for 10cc with
his quartet and roused the audience with
his mid-tempo rockers and his wry humor.
Knighton's best songs are sci-fi rock,
covering such topics as extraterrestrial
relations and the romantic problems of
clonesin “Rock And Roll Alien” and “Clone
In Love.

Knighton's tongue-in-cheek humor ex-
tended beyond his music, too. Between
songs he did a great imitation of Dan
(“Saturday Night Live") Aykroyd's spaced-
out hippie character that unfortunately
went right by most of the audience. But by
the time his set was over Knighton was on
his back receiving the cheers of the crowd
for his band's fine performance.

EL MOCAMBO, TORONTO — For Genya
Ravan, tife resumes at thirty. The seasoned
performer has been paying her dues (and
more) for a decade as a performer within
several musical idioms. Now on a solo
career, she seems to have found the right
formula to reap the rewards and attention
owing to her for years.

Backed by an airtight street-wise band,
Ravan’s two-night stint in the intimate con-
fines of the El Mocambo was an assertive
display of New York underground rock
tinged with commercial sensibilities.

Playing the bulk of her “Urban Desire”
album, Ravan and band managed to easily
transpose the harnessed energy of the disc
onto the stage without any difficulties. A
confident performer, Ravan isn’t afraid to
reach for notes and miss. She can more
than make up for her gambling ways
throughout the course of the evening, as
she showed in the versatility of her perfor-
mance, which touched on soul, new wave
and pop.

Songs like “Jerry’s Pigeons,” “Back In
My Arms Again” and “Shot In My Heart"
were cunning, minor masterpieces,
aggressive without being intimidating. Her
band, led by new guitarist Lars Hansen, is
more than a back-up group; they are a
musical entity unto themselves.

In her two-set performance, Ravan gave
every indication that she is unwilling to
forego her latent successes. She
demonstrated a durability that should keep
her musically attractive for several years to
come. Her stage presence is intensely
teminine. No macho androgyny here, as
Ravan lent an air of serenity to the tough
night of music.

In the Monday night performance, David
Clayton-Thomas joined her onstage for a
duet. Overall, the two nights of Ravan were
compelling accurate indexes of her poten-
tial as a performer. Although she has been
grinding it out, on and off, for over a
decade, she appears to have just begun.

ROYCE HALL, L.A. — Joe Cocker is to
some an anachronism, a remnant from the
turbulent musical happenings of the 1960s.
With a legacy of hits behind him, Cocker
could settle for a mention in the history
books. But he is back with a new label and
trying to break again. Appearing to be in
control of his life and health, Cocker
demonstrated in his recent concert the
singing prowess which has made his voice
one of the most memorable in rock.

Backed expertly by the American Stan-
dard Band and three background female
vocalists, Cocker pleased the audience
with versions of classics such as “The Let-
ter,” “Watching The River Flow,” “Heard It
Through The Grapevine” and “Cry Me A
River." Perhaps a decade ago, Cocker
stood toe-to-toe with the microphone and
belted out a tune in his unique throaty rasp.
During the concert before a UCLA
audience, Cocker sang boldly at times but
then dropped his feverish level to near
whispers. The effect created a tension that
built anticipation for the next emotional out-
burst. Attimes teasing and at others reveal-
ing, Cocker presented himself as a shy man
who, when he wants, can sing a song like no
one else.

“A Luxury You Can Afford,” his new
album on Elektra/Asylum, is a classy mix-
ture of tunes. “Funtime” his new single is a
rollicking, bluesy song. “Whiter Shade Of
Pale"” was a shivering number because it
sounded soright for Cocker to be breathing
new life in the Procol Harum song. Although
backed by crack players, Cocker displayed
his power to go it alone on songs such as
“I'm Guilty” and “You Are So Beautiful.”
The audience response must have been
encouraging to Cocker and Elek-
tra/Asylum which hopes Cocker will be a

STARWOOD, LOS ANGELES — Cindy
Bullens might be a girl from a Beach Boys’
song, a song they never wrote. It's about a
girl, she's tough and soft, tomboyish, but
not unfeminine and prettier than her
photographs. She sings about love and
wields an axe.

Backed by a six-man band at the
Starwood, Cindy responded to a crowd
calling her name with an exuberant set of
rock 'n’ roll songs. Among the best of those
was a lively, teasing "Raincheck on
Romance,” featuring lead guitar from Bob
Doyle. The title song from the album,
“Desire Wire,” conveyed the intensity of
young love with lovely vocal highs. "High
School History” rocked well, as indeed a
finale and single pick should. The first song
of the encore represented a change with
Cindy playing piano, accompanied only by
Jerry Peterson on soprano sax for a bitter
and beautiful “No Dice.” Rejoined then by
the band, Cindy finished with “Finally
Rockin',” but this time, rather than playing
the piano, she danced upon it.

If the music is a bit lightweight, the
prospect of a new artist establishing herself
with all original material is always heavy.
Cindy has strength and appeal and she
carries it all off well.

No frills, only four young men on an un-
cluttered stage, dressed simply in black

and white — The Knack combines subtlety
and proficiency with a dash of new wave
energy. They are Doug Fieger, guitar and
vocals, Berton Azerce, lead guitar, Prescott
Niles, bass, and Bruce Gary on drums.
They play clean rock 'n’ roll with well-
defined, short songs in a manner that is
reminiscent of the British invasion period,
but certainly no imitation.

Songs whose impressions linger longer
are “End of the Game,” (very fast), “Your
Number or Your Name,” with some out-
standing guitar work, “My Sharona,” and a
great cover of “It's All Right.” The Knack,
yes, they've got it.

BOTTOM LINE — Despite his more com-
mercially sedate efforts on vinyl lately,
Carlos Santana proved once again that,
when he and his band are inspired, their
fiery brand of music is unequalled in the
pop field.

A dominant percussive theme was evi-
dent from the beginning of the concert,
which was billed as an “Evening With San-
tana.”
