The state of the economy is like the ultimate
rumor. As conversation passes from one to another,
the actual situation becomes distorted and in
general worse than the reality. Such is the case at
the present time in regard to inflation. People keep
talking about how bad things are and this in turn
helps fuel the inflationary spiral.

While the record industry is not recession-proof,

As dis-
cretionary dollars become harder to come by, con-
sumers consciously look for entertainment bargains
and records continue to be one of the bestentertain-
ment buys.

Retailers have noted that some labels are pushing
back January album releases due to the economic
situation, but this does not seem to do anything but
further the feeling of instability.

If peoplein the industry prepare for the worst, but
react daily on a business-as-usual philosophy, a
healthier situation could be achieved.

This
week’s article explores how record com-
panies market this type of music and the
problems they encounter at radio and
retail. Partthree will take a look at how radio
and retail are reacting to this
phenomenon.)
LOS ANGELES — Not long ago George
Benson was known primarily as a jazz gui-
tarist. Similarly, Tanya Tucker was once re-
garded solely as a country performer.

Both of these artists now share a placein
the larger pop spotlight, and the strategies
used by their record companies to achieve
pop breakthroughs typify how the industry
is dealing with homogenized music.

When Benson altered his musical direc-
tion onthe album “Breezin’ "toward amore
R&B/pop-oriented sound, the Warner
Bros. promotion team took the traditional
route by aiming its initial efforts at es-
tablishing a single (“This Masquerade”) as
a hit at one format (R&B). Then, using its
R&B base, the label took the record to pop
stations and continued working it until it
was a hit not only at R&B and pop, but also
at AOR, jazz and A/C formats.

WEA International Sales Up
In’78 As Company Expands

LOS ANGELES — WEA International has
reported that worldwide sales for 1978 ex-
ceeded last year's total by more than 32%.
In additionto the salesincrease, WEA Inter-
national continued to expand organi-
zationally this past year, launching new
branchesin Austria, Hong Kong, Singapore
and Malaysia.

“Qur (sales) successes this year,” com-
pany president Nesuhi Ertegun said, “sur-
passed the goals of a triple-thrusted year-
long campaign. Our objectives were: an in-
crease in sales of our English language
repertoire (U.S. — U.K. product) by all of
our overseas companies; sales increases
of ‘national’ repertoire (self-produced by
our individual overseas companies) within
their respective markets; sales increases of
the ‘national’ repertoire of any one of our in-
dividual companies in the markets of all our
other companies.”

WEA |International’s increased sales
volume came from its three principal U.S.
sources: Warner Bros. Records,
Elektra/Asylum Records and Atlantic
Records. Linda Ronstadt and Foreigner es-
tablished themselves in the international
superstar category, while strong gains were
made for Shaun Cassidy, Rose Royce, Van
Halen, Cars, Leif Garrett, Manhattan
Transfer, Roberta Flack, AC-DC, and the
Trammps.

Organizational Expansion

Besides the company’s inauguration of
its four new branches, three WEA distribu-
tion centers began operations this last July.
WEA Benelux opened its new facility near
the Dutch-Belgium border, and WEA ltaly
became self-sufficient when it moved in its
own newly constructed office and distribu-
tion headquarters in Milan.

WEA Brazil began its own distribution
center in Sao Paulo. Sales and marketing
for WEA Brazil now operate in Sao Paulo,
while its central headquarters remain in Rio
de Janeiro.

WEA International and Pioneer Elec-

tronics entered into a new phase in their
Japan partnership. K. Sawa was appointed
president of Warner-Pioneer, with Y.
Sakamoto and Keith Bruce serving as co-
managing directors.

An example of a WEA International over-
seas company succeeding in the other
markets that comprise the WEA Inter-
national network is WEA Germany. Among
its international successes are Luise Fer-
nandez, who topped the charts in many of
the 25 other countries where she was
released; Supermax; Mick Jackson, who
enjoyed success in Europe and whose new
singles will be released this month in the
U.S. on AtcoRecords; plus Lucifer's Friend,
and Passport.

WEA Filipacchi (France) undertook an
ambitious recording project: “Starmania,”
a rock opera that involved already-
established and relatively unknown soloists
and groups of rock musicians, achoirand a
symphony orchestra. Since its release,
“Starmania” has been a best seller in
France, Belgium, Switzerland and Canada.

Case By Case

Although a survey of record companies
shows the approaches used by WB and
MCA are the two most common paths to
marketing music which can fit into more
than one musical category, the record ex-
ecutives said each album is considered on
an individual basis before they decide on a
marketing plan.

Yet most acknowledged that promotion
and marketing can't make a record a multi-
category hit unless the potential for

CTI Files Ch. Xl
But Stays Afloat
With Indies Help

NEW YORK — CTI Records, Creed Taylor's
financially beleaguered jazz record label,
filed a Chapter XI petition to reorganize the
company under a new federal reform law in
U.S. Southern District Court here Decem-
ber 7.

Pending action by the courts, a con-
sortium of independent record distributors,
headed by Harry Apostoleris of Alpha dis-
tribution in New York, have agreed to keep
CTl in business by issuing letters of credit,
according to Jerry Wagner, president of
CTI.

The letters of credit, Wagner said,
“guarantee the company's (CTI's) income
on a revolving basis, and it guarantees the
production of our product” Other dis-
tributors who have agreed to back the
revamped label with letters of credit,
Wagner said, include Schwartz Brothers in
Washington, D.C.; Progress Records in
Cleveland; Record Merchandising in Los
Angeles; Stan's Record Service in
Shreveport, La.; and Pickwick Inter-
national, headquartered in Minneapotis.

CTI, which ended its distribution
arrangement with Motown Records six
months ago, plans to repackage most of its
existing catalog, Wagner stated. The first
release under the new label structure, ac-
cording to Wagner, will be a George Ben-
son album titled “Space.” The album which
will ship in December, was described by
Wagner as a combination of previously
released cuts and unreleased material.

Creed Taylor, chairman of CT/, said that

NEW YORK — WKTU-FM has moved to
the top of the New York radio market in
the Oct./Nov. Arbitron ratings, informed
sources report. Advance reports in-
dicate the Burkhart/Abrams consulted
disco station scored an 11.3 overall
average quarter hour rating, well ahead
of perennial market leader and Top 40
powerhouse WABC.

Music stations following WKTU and
WABC, which garnered a 7.1 average
quarter hour, are MOR WOR at 6.4,
MOR WRFM at 4.9, country WHN tied
with oldies WCBS-FM at 3.4, AORWPLJ
at 3.3, contemporary WBLS at 3.1,
beautiful music WPAT at 2.7, beautiful
music WPAT-FM and Top 40 WXL O tied
at 2.6, adult contemporary WNEW at 2.1
and AOR WNEW-FM at 1.7.

WKTU's success seemsto have come
largely at the expense of WBLS, which
last spring had been right on the heels of
WABC and has been referring to itself
as the nation’s top-rated FM station.

While the fall book clearly illustrates
the impact WKTU's disco format has
had on the market, industry observers
are looking toward the winter and spring
sweeps to see if WKTU’s numbers hold
up. Many are also wondering if WABC’s
decline is real, which could indicate a
swing away from the AM band.

In racking up its impressive lead,
WKTU reached an estimated 2.8 million
persons.

Cooper Bros.

Dick and Brian Cooper are the
Cooper Brothers, and they form the
nucleus of a Canadian band that in-
cludes Terry King, Don Bregg, Al Serwa,
Glenn Bell and Darry! Alguire. Having
established themselves as one of
Canada's top bands, the Cooper
Brothers have set their sights on the Un-
ited States with the release of their
debut album on Capricorn Records,
titled “The Cooper Brothers.”

Capricorn and Canada may seem a
strange combination but the link makes
sense on closer examination, because
the Cooper Brothers' trademark is a
country-rock sound with the accent on
infectious harmonies and crisp in-
strumentation. In fact, according to the
group’s leader and songwriter, Dick
Cooper, the Ottawa area, where the
group is based, is well known as a hot-
bed of American-flavored country
music activity.

h

The group’s main country influences,
Cooper states, have come from the
music of The Buffalo Springfield; The
Burrito Brothers; Crosby, Stills, Nash
and Young, and Gram Parsons. And
although the group often sounds
remarkably like another exponent of the
country-rock sound, The Eagles,
Cooper insisted that the Cooper
Brothers biggest debt to the southern
Californians has been “the fact that they
broke open AM radio for country-rock.”

Dick and Brian established them-
selves on the Canadian dance and bar
circuits in the late sixties, and while Dick
received a bachelor’'s degree in
American literature from Ottawa Un-
iversity in 1969, he was later “thrown
out’” of the University's master’'s
program for missing too many classes
because he was on the road with the
band. In the early '70s, after going
through such names as “What The Cat
Dragged In,” the band simply became
known as the Cooper Brothers, and
concentrated on building up a national
Canadian audience via the arduous bar
band circuit.

By 1974, the band made their first
recording. a series of singles produced
by Les Emerson, a former member of
Canada’'s renowned rock group, the
Five Man Electrical Band. The singles
went nowhere, however, and the band
went back on the road. Two years later,
according to Cooper, various labels
began making offers, butthegroup held
out until they got a manager they con-
sidered to be “the best manager possi-
ble,” Alan Katz. Through Katz, Gary
Cape, the owner of Kami Productions,
heard the group and signed them to a
contract. Within three weeks, the group
recorded their first album in Toronto,
August 1977, but a record company
deal had not been signed.

The next six months were spent
negotiating, and, Cooper recalls, “we
were drawing up a contract with CBS
when Capricorn called.” The CBS con-
tract never materialized, Cooper said,
because “we thought Capricorn was the
rightlabel for us. We were impressed by
its small town roots, its small roster, and
we thought the type of music we played
was better suited for them.”

Bobby David

Bobby David is not only an up and
coming singer/songwriter signed to
20th Century-Fox Records, he is also a
corporation.

Artists incorporating to protect their
earnings is not new, but David did it
while he was still a struggling unknown.
Before landing his contract with 20th,
David put together a 100-page business
perspectus which he pitched to a coal
and oil executive (unassociated with the
entertainment business) whom he had
met a year-and-a-half before. Soon
David had abacker and Bobby David In-
ternational, Inc. was born.

In addition to being a fine upper and
mid-range singer, David's prolific
songwriting was the key to convincing
his angel that he was a good investment.
Bobby has had more than 300 songs
published, including a couple of #1s on
the country charts. His “Devil In The Bot-
tie” went to #1 in 1975 and helped
launch T.G. Sheppard’s career. Later
that year, Charley Pride had a #1 single
with David's “Hope You're Feelin' Me
(Like I'm Feelin’ You).”

“I wrote country songs to survive,” ex-
plains David, whose debut album is
more of a straight pop effort. “l carried
‘Devil’ around for four years, but when it
finally got out it went right to #1. | had
been writing and performing wherever |
could talk my way on stage for years
before | went to Nashville.

“I only went because | met Steve
Stills’ manager on the road and he told
me | had to go to New York, Los Angeles
or Nashville if | was serious about the
music business.”

With his backing and his songwriting
track record, David landed his deal with
20th which has resulted in his self-titled
debut album. “We cut it one song at a
time, using different players and dif-
ferent studios, and I'm really proud of
what we came up with. It might take six
months or two years, but | believe that
this LP is going to make it. I've been
writing songs for ten years, but now with
the release of this album | feel like I'm
almost at the starting gate.”

After long years of dues paying, it is
clear that David has two gifts beside his
songwriting and singing skills. Bobby
David has confidence and patience,
qualities that he is certain will take him
to the top.

“People who flash to the top flash
right back to the bottom,” says David. “I
know I'm going to makeit, | just need ex-
posure.”

With this kind of attitude, it's no sur-
prise that David is currently on the road
promoting his new album. In one recent
five-week period he personally visited
82 radio stations in 32 cities to make
sure programmers were made aware of
his work. Resting on his laurels, which
include awards from the Nashville
Songwriters Association, ASCAP and
SESAC, is just not Bobby David's style.

“Our slogan is WIT — Whatever It
Takes,” says the principal in Bobby
David International, Inc. If determina-
tion, an abundance of personal charm
and a proven ability to write and sing
tender ballads and catchy pop and
country tunes is what it takes, this 28-
year-old doctor's son should go far.

Warner Execs Predict Fewer |
Releases, More Promotion

LOS ANGELES — Fewer records will be
released by major labels in the near future
to allow more time and money to be spent
for promotion and marketing campaigns in
support of new product, Bob Krasnow, vice
president of talent at Warner Bros.
Records. told a luncheon gathering of the
Conference of Personal Managers recen-
thy.

Addressing the group at the Beverly Hills
Hotel, Krasnow likened the increasing
number of records released in recent years
to the surfeit of movies which he said glut-
ted the film industry in the '40s and '50s.

"The majors are overloaded with product
now,” Krasnow said. “You're going to see
less records from the majors soon with far
more promotion.”

Cutbacks of new product, Krasnow
predicted, “will allow major records to sell
eight million copies while fewer marginal
records wilt be coming out.”

Closer Look

Stressing that Warner Bros. is an “A&R-
oriented company,” Krasnow said the label
will begin to take a closer look at new
records prior to their release. “There will be
no more knee-jerk reactions,” he said.

Also speaking at the conference was
Warner Bros. sales vice president Ed
Rosenblatt, who echoed Krasnow's senti-
ments saying that release cutbacks would

Simon Sues CBS

NEW YORK — Paul Simon has sued CBS
Records in State Supreme Court here to
terminate his contract with CBS Records. In
two separate complaints filed November 28
and 29, Simon charged the company with
breach of contract and failure to account
for royalties due him.

‘Stranded In A Limo’
Simon is contending that after signing

with Warner Bros. in February of this year,
CBS did not properly promote and dis-
tribute his last single, “Stranded in a
Limousine,” and album, “Greatest Hits
Etc.” According to the complaint, Simon
and CBS entered into an agreement on Feb
14,1975, for the artist to deliver aminimum
of four albums. The singer still owes the
label one more album under the terms of
the pact, but has asked the court to relieve
him of that obligation.

In acomplaint filed earlier this year in the
same court, CBS brought suit against
Simon, alleging that its license to manufac-
ture “The Paul Simon Songbook” LP (never
released in this country) runs for a period of
10 years until Feb. 14, 1985. That action was
prompted by a suit brought against CBS in
England by Simon in January of this year
for copyright infringement.

LOS ANGELES — TK Productions last
week began mailing 5,500 copies of “The
TK Jazz Sampler” to radio stations, dis-
tributors and retailers, in a move to
emphasize a major thrust behind its jazz
roster and artists.

The sampler contains album jackets
from each of TK’s three jazz labels —
Marlin, Wolf and LRC — bound together in
spiral form. Albums featured in the
package include Eddie Daniels’ “Street
Wind,” Kenny Barron’s “Innocence,” Ralph
McDonald’s “The Path,” “Phil Upchurch,”
Jimmy McGriff's “Outside Looking In,”
Jimmy Ponder’s “All Things Beautiful” and
Joe Thomas’ “Get In The Wind.”

Sample Cuts

Additionally, the sampler includes the
entire Michael Urbaniak “Ecstasy” album
as well as atwo-record set with sample cuts
from the featured albums.

According to marketing director Linda
Fine, the sampler was conceived by TK
president Henry Stone, who wanted to
showcase the label's burgeoning jazz
roster. “People still think of TK as a disco
label,” she said, “and with the sampler
we're trying to show another side of TK.”

She said the campaign is being suppor-
ted with additional ad dollars and in-store
merchandising tools.

Emphasize Crossover

Fine went on to emphasize the crossover
potential of the jazz release, citing TK's
success in promoting R&B and disco acts
such as KC & The Sunshine Band, Betty
Wright, Peter Brown, Jimmy “Bo” Horne
and Bobby Caldwell.

“We have a strong R&B department,”
she said, “and with that in mind we are not
just servicing the sampler to jazz stations.
Everything is being filtered through key
R&B, college and progressive stations as
well.

“l think (A&M artist) Chuck Mangione
proved the crossover potential of good
jazz, and this is the perfect time to expose
our diversified jazz roster.”

Rush LP Set As
Mercury Pic Disc

NEW YORK — Phonogram/Mercury has
entered the picture disc sweepstakes by
releasing the Rush “Hemispheres” album
which features a reproduction of the album
cover artwork. The disc will have a limited
run of 50,000 and list for 15.98.

There will also be a “No Return” policy
for the disc, unusual for this usually fast
moving commodity. “We limited the run
purposely to maximize its collectibility,”
commented Harry S. Losk, vice president
of national sales for Phonogram/Mercury.
“We were even giving consideration to
numbering the discs. But the ‘no return’
policy, along with the limited run was done
for two reasons. First, we didn’t want to risk
cutting into the sales of the black viny! edi-
tion, and more importantly by producing a
quantity far below what the market could
take, we are enhancing the items collec-
tibility and adding to the group’s mystique.
As for the ‘no return’ policy,” Losk con-
tinued, “this is simply our way of letting the
distributors and retailers know that they
should order this limited run record
judiciously.”

Talisman, which plans to sign other
Canadian artists and break them in the U.S.
if its Dal Bello campaign is successful, will
be distributed primarily by Pickwick. Lon-
don handles the company's Canadian dis-
tribution. Levine says Talisman will also
hireindependent promotion people to work
Dal Bello's single and album, both entitled
“Pretty Girls."”

Other executives in the company are
general manager Dave Margau and
Yalonda Tasse, vice president of A&R and
creative director. Levine's title is vice presi-
dent of marketing and promotion. In addi-
tion to the administrative offices in Toronto,
Talisman also has a Los Angeles office
where marketing and promotion activities
are based.

Levine says Talisman will invest $150,-
000 behind the “Pretty Girls” single in the
U.S. Among the tactics the company is em-
ploying are retail-level contests and $1
rebates on Dal Bello's album during a four-
week period following its release. In addi-
tion, there will be radio station contests and
giveaways, the hiring of “pretty girls” to
deliver records to stations, and possibly a
tie-in with a cosmetics company similar to
the successful Revlon-Canada drug store
promotion that Levine credits with helping
break Dal Bello in Canada.

Dal Bello, winner of aJuno Award as best
new female vocalist in Canada, is expected
to tour the U.S. next spring.

" were virtually one*man efforts, he has

some acts five or six months, or sometimes
more than a year, to make a record.
“Tracks On Wax,” Edmunds says, took less
than two weeks to record.

Your
judgement starts getting impaired after
that. All of this ‘going-into-the-studio-for-
18-hours,’ | think it's false economy. You
start losing your marbles and you don't
know what you're hearing. | heard of one
WVON assistant PD Carl Connors. group spending eight hours trying to get a
bass drum sound right. That's horrendous. No one is going to hear the difference, and
that's what it all comes down to.” Being one of the few artists who has carried the torch of
basic rock 'n’ rollinto the 1970s, Edmunds was asked, in view of the number of records the
Bee Gees have sold and the phenomenon in our culture disco has created, if he feels disco
music is as significant a development in the history of pop music as the birth of rock 'n’ roil
in the 1950s? “Nothing,” he responded, “is as important as the birth of rock 'n’ roll. It's
always the basic foundation for anything that's going down. Whether it's disco, etc., it all
comes back to rock 'n’ roll. Rock 'n’ roll seems a bit shaky now, and it seems safe to say
there are only a couple of real rock 'n’ roll bands around right now — Cheap Trick and
Rockpile. But it will come around again. It always does.”
AND THEY’RE OFF — Apparently not wanting such a formality as the end of the year to
hamper them, Rolling Stone and Crawdaddy have published their annual lists of “best ofs”
for 1978. In the Stone, The Rolling Stones were named “artist of the year” and their “Some
Girls” LP as “album of the year.” (This following the earlier controversy when publisher
Jann Wenner called down his own writers, in print, for knocking the album upon its
release.)

HERE COMES THE ESF — Following the release of a study showing a larger than expec-
ted margin for error in Arbitron's cume ratings, Arbitron is concentrating its efforts on
securing early endorsement of the Expanded Sample Frame (ESF) in 10 major markets.
The Arbitron-NAB study concluded that increasing sample sizes is the best way to improve
the rating company’s accuracy. The ESF will bring 20-50 percent of the households
previously excluded into the sample frame and will allow Arbitron to bring its demographic
breakdown of diaries more in line with the actual population estimates for a given market.
The 10 markets being pressed by Arbitron for early endorsement of the ESF (cutoff date
is Jan. 1} include Atlanta, Baltimore, Boston, Dallas-Ft. Worth, Denver, Detroit, Houston,
Minneapolis-St. Paul, Pittsburgh and Seattle-Tacoma. Eight markets, New York, Los
Angeles, Chicago, San Francisco, Philadelphia, Washington, D.C., St. Louis and San
Diego, are already using ESF in the Oct./Nov. sweep. Arbitron plans to institute ESF in the
top 30 markets next year and gradually increase its use until all markets are covered by the
spring book in 1982.

Radio Profits Up 37.8% In’77
On Revenues Of $2.27 Billion

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Total radio
revenues for 1977 were $2.27 billion, up
12.6% from 1976's record tally, according
to industry figures released by the FCC last
week. Profits rose 37.8% in 1977 after
nearly doubling the year before, with pre-
tax earnings jumping from $178 million to
$246 million. Total expenses were up only
10.2%, to just over $2 billion.

For the first time in five years, the seven
national networks (Mutual, NBC, CBS and
the four ABC networks) showed a profit.
The $25.3 million profit on revenues of
$84.5 million compares with a loss of $5
million last year. As usual, network owned
and operated stations did very well, in-
creasing profits 24.3% to $19 million on
earnings of more than $98 million.

Revenues for 4,274 other AM and AM-
FM stations reached $1.66 billion, up 7.8%
from the previous year. Profits rose 8.8% to
$160 million as two-thirds of the stations
reported a profit for the year.

FM Profits

The first year in which the nation’s FM
stations showed an overall profit was 1976
and the trend carried into 1977. FM sta-
tions, including those with sister AMs but
reporting separately to the FCC, enjoyed
revenues of almost $429 million, which
translated into almost $42 million in profits.

According to the FCCreport, advertisers
spent $2.51 billiononradioin 1977,a12.8%
increase over the year before. Network ad-
vertising rose 28% to $118 million. $521

billion.
L.A.-Long Beach #1

In 1976, the Los Angeles-Long Beach
market passed New York as the leading
market in terms of profits for AM and AM-
FM stations, and in 1977 L.A.-Long Beach
took over the top spot in revenues as well.
Following L.A. and New York in revenues
last year were Chicago (which was #2 in
profits), San Francisco-Oakland,
Washington, D.C., Philadelphia, Detroit,
Boston, Dallas-Ft. Worth and Minneapolis-
St. Paul.

On the FM side, the top 10 markets are
L.A.-Long Beach, New York, Chicago,
Philadelphia, Detroit, Washington, Dallas-
Ft. Worth, Cleveland, Houston and Boston.

The FCC also reported on the number of
people employed in radio. A total of 70,584
people worked in radio last year, with 843
employed by the networks and 1,563 em-
ployed by their O&Os.

Market Radio Committee has criticized the
FCC’s plan for returning license fees due
broadcasters as unfair to small and
medium market stations.

'Real Estate Millionaire Deffet

Takes Plunge Into Record Biz

by Joey Berlin

LOS ANGELES — “If you're certain one ar-
tist will e a winner, you should concentrate
your efforts on the one artist,” says George
Deffet, owner and chief executive of GRR
Music, a new record label basad in
Columbus, Ohio. “So we're putting all our
eggs in one basket.” While this approach
to breaking into the record business is un-
usual, what is really unique about GRR is
the fact that Deffet is also the artist his com-
pany is banking on. A former real 2state
developer, the 46-year-old Deffet is now
taking his shot in the music business.

“It is unusual for an individual to have
creative, administrative and financial
capabilities to form his own label,” con-
cedes Deffet. “But I've always loved to sing,
| love to write and | love to perform. | just
happen to have the capability to try it. ' don’t
want to look back and wonder what might
have bezn.”

Challenge

The challenge of entering the highly
competitive music business with little prior
experience at the age 46 is great, but for
Deffet, a self-made millionaire and father of
eight, the challenge is stimulating.

‘Challenges are very important, they
keep you alert,” says Deffet. “And very few
businesses require the effort that athletics
and show biz demand.”

While his confidence in his own abilities
is apparently boundless, Deffet realizes
there are many areas of the music business
that he doesn't know. So he has brought in
Al Delory as GRR’s staff producer and A&R
director De Lory is best known for his work
as producer for such artists as Glen

Campbell, Wayne Newton and The Letter-
men.
Promotion Director Too

Deffet had a deal with First American
Records which fell through last winter. For
the past year, he has master-minded his
own promotional campaign, at one point
servicing 776 stations with his album and
since then regularly doing follow-up calls.

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Cedarwood Marks 25th Year

As Leading Mu

by Bob Campbell and Al Cunniff
NASHVILLE — Cedarwood Publishing Co.,
inc.. one of Nashville's oldest country
publishing houses and a Broadcast Music
Inc. affiliate, celebrates 25 years of opera-
tion this month.

Since the late Jim Denny formed the
company in the early '50s, Cedarwood has
grown to include an established catalog of
some 5,000 songs. The company has
collected 67 BM! Awards, two Grammy
Awards and has arranged sub-publishing
agreements in 19 foreign countries.

The early writing staff of Cedarwood can
be considered country music legends in
their own right. Webb Pierce. Carl Smith,
Wayne Walker, Danny Dill, Mel Tillis, Carl
Perkins, Marijohn Wilkins and John
Loudermilk have lined the shelves of
Cedarwood with some of the classic coun-
try songs of all time. Included in the
Cedarwood catalog are “Are You Sincere,”
“Waterloo," "Tobacco Road.” Daddy Sang
Bass.” “P.T. 109." Teddy Bear,” “Long
Black Veil,” “1 Ain't Never,” “In The
Jailhouse Now.” and “Slowly.” Also owned
by Cedarwood are Tillis' classic "Detroit
City" and “Ruby. Don't Take Your Love To
Town,” which current Cedarwood presi-
dent Bill Denny estimates “are the top two
songs in our catalog.

With its strong catalog and a storied
reputation. Cedarwood could well rest on
its past success. But Bill Denny, son of Jim
Denny who died in 1963 of cancer, is aiming
Cedarwood toward the future. Denny is
concerned with the development of
Cedarwood in several areas: the jingle
market, mining the Cedarwood catalog. ac-
quiring new writer/artists. expanding
foreign markets and moving into the
business of motion picture music.

Jingle Division

“We have a division we started this year
called the jingle division, and we are going
after the production of radio commercials
and television jingles on a national basis.”
said Denny. who has directed Cedarwood
since 1963 and isthe current national presi-
dent of NARAS. “We have had some
success in the jingles field and we are trying
to build on that. With our writers and a 16-
track studio. this area is a natural for us. Of
course, the essence of being a publisher is
to keep turning over the catalog. We are
taking new interest in seeking activity in this
area. Once itis a hit, a song will come back
again. That is the value of a copyright.”

With sub-publishing agreements already
established in many foreign countries,
Denny expects new gains in those areas
and remarked that “foreign markets have

the greatest opportunity now than in any
time in the past.’

In addition to signing new writer/artists,
Denny is establishing contacts in the movie
industry and video field. And Denny said
negotiations are complete in which one of
Cedarwood's songs will be featured in an
upcoming movie, along with the writer of
the song.

“The story of the song will serve as the
basis of the movie,” said Denny, who once
managed Columbia Records’ first
recording studio in Nashville. "And the
music will be recorded here in Nashville.
The movie people .re still in negotiations
with other phases of the movie, so | can't
say much more about the song or the
writer. but it will be a feature movie. Within
60 days, full announcements will probably
b2 made.

‘I am also watching with great interest
the role that publishers will play in the
development of video packages,” Denny
added. “I think the music publisher has a
great opportunity here in a brand-new
market area. Suppose a home video
cassette is a tape of an artist performing his
album? All of a sudden this getstobeavery
significant income for the publisher. The
rates will be higher because the total cost of
the package will be higher. It is a new
source of income that doesn’'t even exist
yet.

Denny History

Born in 1911, Jim Denny moved fo
Nashville at the age of 11 with littie money,
but he supported himself, his mother and a
younger brother by selling newspapers and
delivering telegrams. Denny began work-
ing in the mailroom of the National Life and
Accident Insurance Co. which owned WSM
Radio and sponsored The Grand Ole Opry.
He attended night school, took correspon-
dence courses and studied accounting,
developing a strong business sense which
{continued on page 32)

NASHVILLE — The 3M Company of St.
Paul, Minn. held a luncheon/reception here
last week at the Hyatt-Regency Hotel in
which the company announced the inclu-
sion of country music as a major part of its
background music sound systems.

For some time the 3M Company has of-
fered many types of music in its “Canata”
music cartridge system, but the reception
signaled the formal beginning of 3M's in-
volvement with Nashville's music industry.

Don Conlin, director of the 3M
background music program, said at the
luncheon that country music is now becom-
ing an obvious priority music for use in of-
fices and stores.

“There is a growing demand for country
music as background business music,”
Conlin said. “Even without vocals. country
music is used as background music from
factories to ski resorts. Background music,
virtually an untapped source of revenue for
Nashville's music publishers, givesthem an

opportunity to activate copyrights on stan-
dard material as well as new original
material.

‘Over the years, 3M has paid out millions
of dollars to music publishers and
copyright owners,” Conlin added. “Now we
want to meet the worldwide demand for
country music as background music.”

Produced and custom recorded here by
Nashville arrangers and artists using music
by Nashville publishers, the initial
“Nashville Mode" cartridge tape offered by
3M includes 340 selections of country
music. The 3M music program is COOr-
dinated by Odyssey Productions of
Nashville and includes such songs as "Blue
Eyes Crying In The Rain’ “Ruby, Don't
Take Your Love To Town, “Orange
Blossom Special,” “Your Cheatin' Heart,”
“Help Me Make It Through The Night”
“Here You Come Agair,” “Green, Green
Grass Of Home,” “Wabash Cannonball”
and “Jolene.’

Denny
was named manager of the Opry and chief
of the Artists’ Service Bureau, which han-
dled 3.000 yearly personal appearance
bookings of Opry acts.

In late 1953, Denny established
Cedarwood and the Jim Denny Artist

of the Grand Ole Opry acts. The first
Cedarwood song recorded was “Say, Big
Boy,” by Goldie Hill. By 1956. Denny had
left WSM to work full-time with his own
company.

In the '50s, the Denny complex
flourished. Webb Pierce, who along with
Carl Smith, co-owned Cedarwood. scored
with the company’s first #1 record in July of
1953 with “It's Been So Long.” A second
company. Driftwood, was also formed
which was co-owned by Smith and Denny.
And a small ASCAP company. Denny
Music, was owned solely by Denny. Denny
and Pierce later became co-owners of
three radio stations in Georgia. After a few
years, Denny purchased Smith’s interest in
Driftwood and the company merged with
Cedarwood. Also, offices eventually
opened in London, Eng. and Berlin, Ger-
many. The company also purchased
several small catalogs.

After Denny's death in August of 1963,
Denny's estate sold Pierce its share of the
radio stations, and bought Pierce's share of
Cedarwood. The booking agency was
purchased by Lucky Moeller, who had
managed it while Denny was alive. In 1966,
Jim Denny was voted into the Country
Music Association’s Hall of Fame.

Epic’s Joe Stampley recently headlined a benefit concert for the victims of a tornado that
nearly destroyed Bossier City, La. on Dec. 5. The concert was held atthe Gold Dome on the
Centenary College Campus in nearby Shreveport.

Dolly recalls how she and
her brothers and sisters spent hours trying to find the ring.
However, Dolly's father had unscrewed one of the lights and slip-
ped the band under it.

RCA's Jim Ed Brown said the most special Christmas gift he ever got was when he was
five or six-years-old. "My daddy made me a bean shooter from a cedar shingle off the
smokehouse, and the rubber of an old inner tube. We were very poor, and that was really
something to me.”

Like many country artists, Charley Pride was very poor when he was growing up. Fruit
was a treat for him then, but he said his kids are a little more particular. “Everytime | eat
pecans, apples or oranges, they remind me of Christmas because that is the only time we
gotthem,” Charley related. "I always remember how we would go out in the woods and get
‘em. We would take a brick and some bailing wire and make us what we called a “goodie
picker.” Last year, Charley’s son, Kraig, wanted a 280-Z sports car, but Pride led his son to
believe he would not get the car. “I kinda sneeked off and got it. | pulled it out while he was
sleeping. When we got up to open our presents, | asked him it he would go out to my car
and get a package out of the seat. When he opened the door, he saw the car sitting in front
of the house.”

ABC'’s Barbara Mandrell will be seen on television in the coming weeks. She is captured
dribbling a basketball with the Harlem Globetrotters for an ABC Wide World of Sports
Special to be telecastin January, and she has taped a “Command Performance” for an up-
coming network telecast. And recently Barbara took part in the “Christmas Special From
The Grand Ole Opry,” which was broadcast Dec. 13. Barbara has also been interviewed for
a feature article in Cosmopolitian Magazine. Barbara and her family will spend the
Christmas holidays skiing at their condominium in Aspen, Colo.

RAINBOW THEATER, LONDON —
Although Olivia Newton-John had firmly es-
tablished herself as a major talent in the
U.K. before moving to California several
years ago, she returned thistime as amajor
international star. The Rainbow, though a
standard rock venue, is not considered by
most to be a place befitting a major star.
However on this occasion, the extravagant
kitsch '50s decor of the Rainbow lent itself
well to Newton-John's added “Grease”
ethos.

Olivia Newton-John fronted a seven
piece backing band and a female harmony
trio — set amongst a clean classic white
stage set, illuminated from behind with
alternating rainbow shade lighting. She
presented herself to a capacity London
audience on the final night of her U.K. tour
with a demure, utterly charming presence,
which never faltered throughout the entire
evening. Her audience, a diverse cross-
section ranging from children to
grandparents interspersed by the oc-
casional new-waver, were all eager to
receive a sample of the new “Totally Hot”
Olivia live. Their enthusiasm was at a high
pitch from start to end and never waned.

Newton-John delivered a range of songs
from her prolific repertoire with a relaxed
and assured stance. Included were such
numbers as “If Not For You,” “Banks Of The
Ohio,” “If You Love Me Let Me Know," and
her latest single from the “Totally Hot”
album, “A Little More Love.” Her move-
ments were lithe and well-synchronized
with the easy blend of country/west
coast/soft rock/ballad right up to the first
“Grease” song of the evening, “Hopelessly
Devoted To You.”

Dressed in skin tight black pants and a
silver top, Newton-John could have easily
convinced the audience that she had just
stepped off the last scene in “Grease”
minutes before, as she geared up to peak
her act. The girl next door had lost her
shyness and naivety as she called Labi Sif-
fre to join her on stage to sing the movie
duet “You're The One That | Want,”
delivered flawlessly with an extended dura-
tion to an ecstatic audience. This young ar-
tist certainly proved that stardom for her is
natural, enjoyable and totally fulfilling.

THE FORUM, L.A. — Heart, lea by sisters
Ann and Nancy Wilson, has three things go-
ing for it. It is one of the few rock bands
prominently featuring women in more than
just a token vocalist role; it is capable of
producing fiery rock 'n’ roll on a par with
any band; and it has enjoyed an unending
string of high-energy Top 40 hits. And Heart
employed all three of these elements in
totally captivating the sell-out crowd at its
first Forum gig as a headliner.
Dark-haired Ann Wilson is the center-
piece of Heart's stage presentation, belting

out all the lead vocals while prancing about
like a lioness patrolling her territory. This
night her singing was in top form, alter-
nately reproducing the sound off Heart's
million-selling albums and reaching for,
and holding, an impressive string of high
and mid-range notes.

But sister Nancy’s contributions, though
more subtle, are just as important to the
group’s success. Her acoustic and rhythm
guitar play provide much of the texture that
sets Heart apart from run-of-the-mill rock
bands and her vocal harmonies give the
band its lusty, yet feminine sound. Her solo,
exploding into “Crazy On You,” was the
musical highlight of the evening.

There were many other high points,
though, as one might expect from a group
with Heart's track record. Hits like
“Barracuda” and “Magic Man" sent the
crowd into hysterics, and more recent hits
“Heartless” and “Straight On” showed that
Heart’s early hits were no fluke.

Of course the Wilsons must share the
credit for Heart's success with the rest of
the band, who for the most part are content
to concentrate on the music while the
women hold the audience’s attention. The
exception is Roger Fisher, whose leaps
about the stage like a guitar-playing Mex-
ican jumping bean. Mike Derosier is one of
rock's best drummers, and Steve Fossen
on bass and Howard Leese on keyboards
and guitar also keep Heart throbbing.

THE ROXY, L.A. — Burton Cummings is a
man blessed with stellar qualities other en-
tertainers can only wish they possessed. He
is handsome, plays white grand pianos, has
a marvelous voice, and has a very appeal-
ing personality. With his recent appearance
at the Roxy, it is apparent that his solo
career, based on these qualities, has now
come of age. Cummings’ performance was
marked by a smoothness that testifies to his
many years of experience as well as by a
contagious enthusiasm that alludes to the
continuing thrill of finding himself cen-
terstage.

Another one of Burton Cummings’
talents in evidence at the Roxy was his
ability to use other people’s talent. A perfor-
mer with less self-confidence might worry
about being blown off the stage by the
musicians who make up the Burton Cumm-
ings Band. Those men include Jam:s
Phillips, who did outstanding work on syn-
thesizer and electric keyboards, par-
ticularly on “Dream of a Child.” There was
also fiddler and vocalist Henry Small,
whose work on the duets made afine coun-
terpart to Cummings' lead work. The music
was definitely spit and polish rock 'n’ roll
and the bass (lan Gardiner} and drums
(Ace Holleran) carried it well. Finally, a
rakish Jack Daniels was laying down the
heavy lead licks on guitar.

The quantity of new material comprising
the set surprised even his record company
and itis further tribute to aman who refuses
to rely on previous work as the mainstay for
his current act.

LOS ANGELES — Marvin Gaye's first
studio album in more than two years, “Here,
My Dear,” will be released this week. “A
Funky Space Reincarnation” will be the
single and is scheduled to be released Dec.
28.

Coinciding with the release of the album
is a massive consumer/trade advertising
campaign, which will begin with radio time
buys. After the first of the year, Motown will
add television and print buys.

The marketing/merchandising game
plan will also include flyers and posters
which will feature the double LP cover
opened to its full length. The Gaye cam-
paign will also utilize in-store video film
clips. The film will showcase Gaye perform-
ing a song from the album while portions of
the film clip will also go into the making of
the TV spots. Although the campaign will
spotlight the new LP, the entire Gaye
catalog will be brought back into focus.

Retail Aspect
Noting that in some parts of the country

sales, Miller London, national singles sales
manager at Motown said, “Since Marvin
has not had a studio LP out for some time,
the interest at the retail level is at a high
point. Some dealers even expressed a feel-
ing that it would be instrumental in some
areas in bringing people into the stores.”

Timely Release

“Since Christmas is the highest sales
time for the record industry the release of
this album is very timely,” added Danny
Davis, vice president of promotion for
Motown. “We knew the LP was coming, but
not quite this soon. When we received the
LP we rushed it to the pressers, and
decided we would envelope it with a
massive campaign.”

“The rush release of this LP will not be
the only surprise that will be related to this
campaign,” says Derek Church, vice presi-
dent of creative services. “The specifics of
the campaign are still in their formative
stages, and will be filled with several sur-
prises.”

NEW BENSON — George Benson’s upcoming album is slated to be released early
February. Benson wrote three tunes on the LP entitled “Living Inside Your Love,” which will
be a double-LP set.

DRINK THE THREE DEGREES — Several clubs are picking up on the Three Degrees
drink that was concocted at a disco club in Pittsburgh during the trio’'s recent tour. Now,
Ariola Records has produced Three Degrees napkins and matches, along with a myriad of
other disco merchandising paraphernatia.

KMJQ in Houston, and will be doing the 10 am to 2 pm airshift.

OK100 FINED — OK100 in Washington, D.C. was fined for violation of the FCC contest
rules. The commission charged the station for two contests that were aired from Dec. 1977
to Feb. 1978. Specifically, the FCC charged that: (a) the announcements for its “Thousand
Dollar Dial Contest” were false, misieading and deceptive, in as much as the on air
promotional statements noted that the entire “Washington area” was included in the con-
test, but in fact some suburban areas were never called; (b) announcements for the sta-
tion’s “Black Book Contest” did not disclose the nature or value of the actual prizes
because the prizes were not described; and {(c) the names listed in the “Black Book Con-
test” were not used in the Thousand Dollar Contest as was explained over the air to the
listeners.

FARRAH-CHERYL NOW KELLEE — Shadybrook recording artist Kellee Patterson is
following the same pattern as Farrah Fawcett, Cheryl Tiegs and Cheryl Ladd by having a
poster, T-shirt and fan club campaign launched.

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musical base is changing, the execs said.
Cover Graphics

In Dolly Parton’s case, Joe Galante,
RCA’s vice president of marketing said,
“The first thing we did (after her sound
started changing) was to change the cover
graphics. The first album we did that on was
‘New Harvest, First Gathering.” It was a
change in direction, but it was still Dolly on
the cover. And obviously our display
materials changed when the cover
graphics changed.”

Likewise, the cover of Tanya Tucker's
“TNT" is a radical departure from that of
any previous LP she has released, a move
which was made so there would be no
doubt that she was making a break from the
past.

“There was no particular class of person
they were reaching for,” Bly says of the

leather suit and a crazy new-fangled
guitar.”

The technique of taking a potential
across-the-board hit beyond the boun-
daries of an artist’'s past acceptance often
lies in reacting to the market place once a
record is out as much as it does in pre-
release planning.

Miller London, national singles sales
manager at Motown Records, pointed to
Rick James’ recent success in the pop
market as an example.

Area Of Strength

"With the first Rick James album, we
started out R&B, which is our strength, with
major emphasis on radio,” London says.
“Once we started getting top chart action,
then we approached the major racks, who
often don’t respond until the marketplace
responds and they start seeing chartmove-
ment. Then it's easier for them to start

“TNT” cover, “it was just mass appeal
artwork. And | think it has worked very
well.”

Columbia, however, used a different ap-
proach for Bobby Bare's recent “Sleeper
Wherever | Fall” LP cover, which ina coun-
try setting, pictures Bare sitting on a
wooden bench wearing a cowboy hat and
boots. The music, on the other hand, strays
from Bare’s previous country story-telling
style with a more full-bodied production of
pop-based material.

Image Conscious

“What we consciously tried to do,” says
Roy Wunsch, director of marketing for
CBS/Nashville, ““was not to make a
dramatic departure from Bobby's base of
acceptance, which was a country-
formatted sound.

“We didn’t want to radically remove him
from that like Tanya Tucker’'s ‘TNT, which |
think is a great cover, but it is a radical
departure from what you would think of as
her base,” Wunsch says. “We consciously
tried to do that, but at the same time, and
what was even more important, is that's
really Bobby on the cover. He looks like
that, he dresses like that, it's his lifestyle, it's
totally Bobby. And when you see Bobby
Bare on stage, that's what you're going to
see. You're not going to see aguy in a flashy

merchandising your product in acrossover
vein.

“Once it starts crossing over, then you go
full-fledged with advertising in major
publications, both consumer and industry,”
London says.

“Now with the next Rick James album we
are going to treat it as we would a Com-
modores album, because he’s had that ex-
posure to the white audience as well as the
black audience,” London says. “We will
have a major campaign going on an artist
like that. after he has broken.”

But, London cautioned, once an artist
starts gaining popularity outside his
previous base of acceptance, it's important
to follow that up right away with more
product. What happens so often is once
you get that toe in the door, if you don't
follow it up, next time you are starting all
over.”

Retail Placement

Product placement in retail locations is
also a major concern of merchandising
staff who don’t want to see artists pigeon-
holed. They must convince dealers that
their artist’'s new sound warrants a place in
the pop section as well as the section in
which the artists’ product was previously
stocked, be it R&B, jazz, country or disco.

“We had a very difficult time getting
retailers to take Crystal Gayle out of the
country bins,” says Larry Cohen, United Ar-
tists vice president of merchandising.

“We asked them to take a certain amount
of her single ‘Don’t It Make My Brown Eyes
Blue' and put it in country and take a much
larger stack of albums and put them next to
apop act. Atthetimeitwas Linda Ronstadt.

“In Cleveland, in particular,” Cohen con-
tinues, “we noticed in the malls that when
the customer came in and picked up a
Linda Ronstadt album, he would also pick
up a Crystal Gayle album. When the album
is stacked. it not only gives the consumer a
greater awareness, but also confidence
because it is right there next to Ronstadt.
We found we were selling three times as
many copies when she was exposed in the

“it's dangerous,” says Harry Losk, vice
president of sales and marketing for
Phonogram/Mercury and its distributed
labels, “for, let's say, an R&B artistto gointo
the studio and try to cut a pop hit, because
he may alienate his base.

“And there have been situations where
some R&B stations will say, ‘That's too pop
for us’ and the pop stations will argue
“That's too R&B for us',” Losk says.

“So he gets himself into the middle
where he’s in never-never land. Some ar-
tists are successful at cutting crossover
hits, but most aren’t,” he says.

Stick To Their Strength

pop area. And this was before the single
became a huge hit.”

But retailers are usually cooperative in
most cases, says Elektra/Asylum’s vice
president of marketing and sales Stan
Marshall, “because they are as anxious to
sell a lot of records as we are.

“Ifyou come in with Donny and Marie and
ask a retailer to put it in the classical bin
because there is a little fugue in the song,
you might run into a lot of resistance,”
Marshall adds. “But if you are getting pop
play, there is usually no reluctance at
retail.” Why Not All?

So why don't record companies en-
courage all of their artists to attempt to
produce mass appeal records?

everything else to try to do that,” Losk says.

But when it comes down to the bottom
line, what's the best way to convince radio,
retail and consumers that an artist should
no longer be pigeon-holed in one musical
category?

Most agreed the answer lies in listening
tothe music. Roy Wunsch said in the adver-
tising campaign for Bare's album they con-
centrated on encouraging the reader justto
listen to the record. “We would probably
even use those words, ‘All we ask is that you
listen.”

Tanya Tucker's producer Jerry
Goldstein added, “"We have probably
changed more people's minds by playing
them the record than anything else.”

LATIN BEAT

A plan to revitalize Puerto Rico's musi-
Cian’s union, decimated recently by lay-offs
due to persistent inflation and a decline in
the tourist trade, is receiving top priority
from newly-elected union chief Angel
Nater.

No single group of workers has been los-
ing so much ground in recent years as the
island’s musicians. But spurred by Nater's
new leadership, the Puerto Rico Musician’s
Federation will seek to reclaim some of the
jobs lost by its members.

Focus of the rejuvenating campaign led
by 44-year-old Nater will be the hotel,
television and advertising industries here
which have consistently decreased musi-
cian employment.

Through a tough negotiating stance,
Nater intends to increase the established
minimums in hotel contracts, insist that
television stations use more live rather than
canned music, and pressure local advertis-
ing agencies to produce their jingles
domestically.

Nater, whose election deposed the 16-
year administration of Abraham Pena in an
upset victory, says some 125 musicians’
jobs have been lost in island hotels since
May 1977.

Nater concedes that the blame here falls
on the recession and the decline of the
island’s tourism industry. '""As with
everything,” he comments, “The first thing
that's cut during a recession is entertain-
ment.”

Nater says hotels are now employing
only the established minimum number of
musicians, composed for the most part of
duos, trios or quintets.

The only two exceptions are the San
Juan Hotel and the Caribe Hilton with
orchestras of 40 and 30 members respec-
tively.

In light of this, Nater says the federation
is considering asking for araisein these es-
tablished minimums when the next con-
tract negotiations take place this year.

More immediate pressure will be placed
on local television stations which, ac-
cording to Nater, have all but eliminated
jobs for musicians by their practice of using
canned instead of live music.

Nater says the number of musicians em-
ployed directly by stations has plummeted
from a former high of about 200 to approx-
imately 35 today.

The only people in the TV industry hiring
musicians are independent producers, and
even they try to get by with as few as possi-
ble, Nater claims.

Nater is committed to reversing this
practice which will constitute a major issue
in upcoming negotiations with the various
island TV managements.

If results are not forthcoming through the
talks, Nater says he will have no qualms in
paralyzing all TV musical activity.

Another practice costing jobs to the
island’s musicians is the common advertis-
ing agency practice of producing jingles
outside of the island.

Nater's dynamic stance on behalf of the
federation’s membership is apparently ear-
ning him rank-and-file support.

He claims that some 1,200 members who
had disaffiliated themselves from the union
during the past Penareign have returned to
the fold, bringing total membership to 3,-
200.

Also helping to revive sagging interest is
Nater’s push for various internal reforms
which were promised in his campaign.

He is currently establishing a fund to br-
ing special self-employment programs to
island musicians, and has formed
autonomous committees to deal with
problems of federation members located
outside of San Juan.

In addition, Nater is meeting with the
island’s 78 mayors to encourage the hiring
of musicians for the numerous “fiestas
patronales,” or patron saint celebrations,
which are held year-round.

He also wants to organize a Puerto Rican
extravaganza to be shown at the island’s
hotels so that tourists may acquire an ap-
preciation for Puerto Rico’s music and
traditions.

Latin music has come a long way in this
country and one of the major contributors
to its growth is Federico Pagani. E| Gran
Federico is recognized as the Father of
Latin promotion. Federico is responsible
for removing ethnic barriers at entertain-
ment places which solely catered to
Americans. Whenever a theatre, nightclub
or ballroom was financially anemic,
Federico supplied a Salsa transfusion. For
over forty years he has created employ-
ment and exposure for musicians and ar-
tists.

Federico was born in San Juan, Puerto
Rico onJanuary 12, 1907 and came to New
York in September of 1925. At this time jazz
was the rage with people like Duke
Ellington, Cab Calloway, Lew Leslie and
Louie Armstrong burning the night club
scene. The only Latin band in New York at
the time was Vicente Sigler’s.

After years of changing jobs Federico
started working for band leader Augusto
Coen in 1935 as his bandboy for only 50
cents a night but he kept his ears and eyes
open and learned the dance hall business.
He listened to all Coen’s negotiations with
club owners, read all the contracts Coen
asked him to file with the musician’s union
and asked hundreds of questions. At the
same time he learned the rudiments of
clave and rhythm from Noro Morales,
Coen’s pianist. After one year with Coen,
Federico left to form his own band, “Los
Happy Boys.” Two years later he formed
another group called “La Guerllla.”

In 1940, he gave up the musician’s roleto
promote Latin music wherever there was a
large room and a bandstand. Through the
financially difficult years of World War |l
Federico came up with the outrageous gim-
micks to attract people to dance halls and
theaters like flies to sugar.

His wild contest attracted capacity
crowds to the Park Palace, Golden Casino,
Hunts Point Palace and Odd Fellow’s Tem-
ple. Some of the promotional gimmicks in-
cluded The Peg Pants, The Loudest Shirt,
The Best Looking Shoes, and many other
zany things.

Toward the end of 1947, he became the
promoter of the Palladium, and there he in-
fluenced the music more than ever by
bringing some of the finest Latin acts to the
now famous ballroom.

Although many of Federico's promotions
were successful, he is not a wealthy man.
Today helives in a modest apartmentin the
South Bronx. He is still active in promotion
and his life.

Because of Federico Pagani hundreds of
musicians are making a living. When
history of Latin musicin New York is written,
the name of Federico Pagani will be men-
tioned, time and time again.

Canada Labels Become Less
Dependent On U.S. Trends

by Kirk LaPointe

TORONTO — While it cannot be denied that
the Canadian recording industry is heavily
dependent on the trends and direction
shown by its American counterpart, more
and more Canadian record branches are
breaking artists with little or no promotional
impetus from the United States.

The ability of Canadian labels to reach a
small, fragmented market like that of
Canada, is an indicator of the gradual in-
crease of independence and autonomy this
industry has displayed in recent years.

In the past year alone, CBS Canada has
broken Meat Loaf, Eddie Money, Cheap
Trick and Elvis Costello before its parent
company in the U.S. All acts were accorded
gold discs. Meat Loaf's album has sur-
passed the quintuple platinum mark, sell-
ing in excess of 500,000 units in this coun-
try, and is Epic's all-time leading seller in
this country.

“We've reached a point in this country
where it no longer takes widespread
American sales or promotion for us to
make the disc a bonafide hit up here,” says
Terry McGee, product manager for Epic
Canada. “l think it would have been prac-
tically impossible for anyone to do what is
being done now, say, four or five years
ago.”

Getting Jump On U.S.

The key to the Canadian breakout suc-
cesses has been to jump on the bandwagon
early, says a representative of A&M
Records. Jim Monaco, the label’s national
publicity director, cites the success of
Supertramp, Styx and Chris de Burgh in
this country ahead of subsequent
American achievements. “Certainly, Cana-
dians don’t have radically different musical
preferences than Americans, with the
possible exception of the Quebec market.
It's just been that record companies have
been able to pick and choose their
priorities differently than American labels.
Then, we get the band up here to tour, give
them a lot of press, and watch what hap-
pens.”

A&M has had impressive success stories
in Canada. “Supertramp broke in Montreal
before anywhere else in North America.
Styx has had phenomenal cross-country
success, almost two full years ahead of
what happened lastyearin the U.S.” Super-
tramp is a perennial tour sellout group. The
“Crime Of The Century” album remains the
label's all-time bestseller, now over 750,000
units in this country.

UK Music Popular

“Canadians seem to like progressive
British music more than Americans do.”
Larry Green, national promotions manager
for WEA Canada, says, "Genesis was pop-

ular here long before they were in America.
But generally, it has been the industry’s
growth in independence, more than any
other factor, that has resulted in bands be-
ing proportionately more successful here
than in the U.S."

Touring Important

Radio has also played an important role
in breaking artists here, but heavy touring
by an artist is often the key. “When Super-
tramp first came here in 1975, just after the
‘Crime’ LP,” says Jim Monaco, “they
brought Chris de Burgh with them. De
Burgh, although a success in parts of
Europe and South America, was a virtual
unknown here or in the States. But the tour,
and his subsequent touring, has made him
a top draw. It also gave him a gold record
last year.”

Arista Canada, meanwhile, decided to
further step up this quest for Canadian in-
dependence recently, with a debut album
from Britain’s Roy Hill. The disc was turned
down for release by Arista in the United
States, but the Canadian branch decided to
try to break the disc with no help from its
American counterpart. Hill was brought in
for national press exposure, and the album
appears to be a sieeper success for the
label, selling impressively for a debut disc.

Johnny O’Keefe was honored at the
Second Australian Rock Awards at the Hor-
dern Pavillion.

The initial cheers from the 200-plus
crowd turned into boos and catcalls when it
became clear Costello was not coming
back on stage. Next, pieces of the seats
started hurtling towards the stage, first
from the circle area and then from the
stalls.

Announcements over the public address
system were made, asking the crowd to dis-
perse peacefully or all other Costello con-
certs would be cancelled. The crowd then
began to leave the theatre amid chants of
“Elvis loves his money” and “Costello is a
capitalist.” Several hundred people
gathered outside the theatre, ripping Elvis
posters from the entrance. peter biunden

Canada

TORONTO — British recording artist Roy
Hill was in Toronto recently to discuss what
has had to be an immensely frustrating
recording career. Signed to Arista U.K. two
years ago, Hill found himself shelved for 18
months before he could enter the studio to
record. Once his debut disc appeared, Hill
found himself the target of much abuse
from the British music press, primarily
because his label bought a profuse amount
of advertising and publicity for him. Even
maore frustrating for Hill was the Arista U.S.
decision not to release his album stateside.
Arista in Canada, meanwhile, decided to
work the album, and is achieving strong
levels of acceptance for the disc, both atthe
radio and retail levels.

“Arista in the U.S. decided against
releasing it,” Hill told Cash Box, “primarily
because they felt it didn't have a career-
launching single onit.” Hill's manager went
on from Toronto to New York this past
week, in an effort to secure a new deal for
his artist.

“I guess you could say my contract is up
for grabs,” Hill said. “I'm sure that if Arista is
offered anything, they'll hand me over.”
