Last year, Cash Box inaugurated a special sym-
bolonthe Top 30 Discochartthat denoted whether a
song was commercially available as a 12-inch
single. The response from retailers has been
overwhelmingly positive. As a result, in order to
further clarify a confusing situation, Cash Box
debuts the commercial 12-inch symbol this week on
both the Top 100 Pop and Black Contemporary
Singles charts.

When the 12-inchers were first introduced, their
function was strictly promotional. Disco DJs cried
out for extended versions and the labels complied.
However, these sometimes specially remixed con-
figurations created consumer frustration because a

buyer heard the record at the disco but could not
purchase it at his favorite store. Measuring the
market, many labels discovered that substantial
quantities of 12-inch records could be sold. A wide-
range of 12-inchers are commercially available to-
day and the retailer must keep abreast.

The availability of 12-inchers has beenagray area
for retailers. In confronting the dilemma of releasing
commercial 12-inch configurations and then
withdrawing them to avoid hampering LP sales,
labels inadvertently contributed to the confusion.

By debuting the commercial 12-inch symbol this
week, we hope to provide retailers with acontinuous
update on the availability of 12-inchers.

NEW YORK — Warner Communications
Inc. and its recorded music and music
publishing division achieved record in-
come and revenues in 1978. Operating in-
come for recorded music and music
publishing increased 10% to $92,557,000
from $84,041,000 in fiscal 1977. Operating
revenues for the division rose 16% to $617,-
068,000 from $532,359,000 in 1977.

In the fourth quarter, operating income
for the recorded music and music
publishing division increased 10% to $33,-
142,000 from $30,230,000 for prior-year
period, while revenues rose 12% to $207,-
464,000 from $185,354,000 during the
same period last year.

Commenting on these results, Steven
Ross, chairman of WCI, said that “recorded
music and music publishing again set new
highs, comfortably exceeding the favorable
results of 1977. Domestic record opera-
tions and music publishing each showed
continued growth, and WEA International
had another outstanding year.”

Recorded music and music publishing
substantially contributed to WClI's fiscal
1978 results. WCI’'s operating income rose
22% to $81,882,000 from $66,899,000 in the
preceeding year, while revenues increased

Records Group
Of CBS Posts
Figures For 1978

NEW YORK — Profits for the CBS Records
Group in 1978 rose to a record $93.8
million, a 12% increase over the 1977 profit
figure of $84 million. In contrast, Group
revenues rose 27% for the year. According
to CBS’ financial statement, profitsrose ata
lower rate because of "manufacturing cost
increases due to capacity limitations, a
strike at a domestic record plant, copyright
royalty increases and costs for expansion
of the Group's marketing operations.”

Revenues for the Records Group rose to
a new high of $946.5 million in 1978, up
from $787.7 million in 1977.

CBS Inc., the record group’s parent cor-
poration, reported a net income of $198.1
million in 1978, a 9% rise from 1977's $182
million net income. Revenues for CBS in
1978 rose 16% to $3.3 billion, up from $2.8
billion in 1977.

WCI Music Group Achieved
Record Sales, Income In’78

Publishing and related distribution showed
gains in revenues and operating income as
well for the third consecutive year.

WClI’s board of directors announced that
it would split the existing common shares
by distributing one additional share for
each three shares currently held. The
board also voted a 33-1/3% increase in the
quarterly cash dividend by declaring a divi-
dend of 25¢ per share on all shares out-
standing. The new shares will be issued on

The Bee Gees, who picked up two
Grammys for their contributions to the
disco-laced “Saturday Night Fever,” tied
the record for the most Grammys — five.

The RSO Records trio — Barry, Robin
and Maurice Gibb — also were honored as
best producers, vocal group and arrangers
by the National Academy of Recording Arts
and Sciences.

Henry Mancini, Paul Simon and Stevie
Wonder — who accomplished the feat
three times — are the three other pop
record makers who have won five
Grammys in one year.

Deralled By Joel

Two key victories by Billy Joel kept the
Bee Gees from pulling off the biggest
sweep in the 21-year history of the awards.
Joel's "Just The Way You Are” was judged
best record and song by the 5,000 academy
members.

Butthe Bee Geesclearly were the stars of
the nationally televised ceremony. Their
appearance at the Shrine Auditorium drew
repeated shouts and whittles from those
sections of the balcony reserved for the
general public.

Task Force Recommends Revision
Of U.S. Postal Service Regulations

by Joanne Ostrow

WASHINGTON, D.C. — A task force com-
prised of representatives from private in-
dustry and postal officials submitted alist of
75 recommendations intended to make the
U.S. Postal Service more efficient to the
Postmaster fast week. Included in the list
are several items relevant to the record
industry.

Among the points to be ruled on in the
next several months are suggestions to:

¢ allow advertising enclosures in special
fourth-class mail (the classification cover-
ing records). This matter has been
assigned to the Rates and Classification
Department for further study;

¢ reduce the current "minimum piece
requirement” for special pre-sort discount
rates from 2,000 to 500 pieces;

¢ use one “endorsement’ for all of
special fourth-class instead of requiring
separate labeling for books, records and
six other categories.

Relaxing The Rules

Most of these recommendations involve
relaxing the regulations as they stand to
reduce the burden on the nation’s biggest
mailers, in terms of time and expense.

An additional project still under study
would develop a single rate for mailings of
several classes. For example, when a first-
class letter is enclosed with a record,
mailers are now required by law to affix ad-
ditional postage for the letter. But, as one
USPS official acknowledged, the average
citizen is not even aware of this law
although large companies can’'t claim
ignorance. Instead, the task force believes,
mallers should not have to pay extra when
the letter isn't travelling first-class anyway.
What the new combination rate might be
remains a matter for speculation.

The 75 recommendations were
developed by a task force established last
summer, which included 85 represen-

tatives of various industries, the record in-
dustry included.

As a major bulk mailer, the record in-
dustry has continuously lobbied for less
complicated regutations, extended phase-
in periods for special fourth-class rates and
increased public service appropriations.
Mail order sales, through record and tape
clubs and TV promotions, accounted for
approximately $300 million of industry
profits in 1976 (the most recent figures
available).

RIAA executive director Henry Brief —
who could not resist remarking that the
report is probably stuck in the mail
somewhere en route to him — declined to
comment until he has received and studied
the task force proposals.

London Appeals Court Ruling

NEW YORK — In a decision that may sub-
stantially benefit Freddy Bienstock's Car-
lin Music Group, the London Court of Ap-
peals has ruled that the “reversionary
rights” of the U.K.'s 1911 Copyright Act
apply to most songs that were copyrighted
before 1956, when a new law was enacted.

Nevertheless, the large publishers who
stand to lose many of these titles have
pledged to carry their eight-year fight to the
House of Lords, the British equivalent of
our Supreme Court, and litigation arising
out of this case may continue for many
years to come.

While Carlin Music funded the litigation
which led up to the recent Appeals Court

Heart.”

Unless the Court of Appeals’ decision is
overturned in a final appeal to the House of
Lords, the current publishers of these tities
could be required to pay court costs of ap-
proximately half a million dollars, plus back
royalties for nine years prior to the year in
which the suit was instituted (1970), to
Carlin Music and the estates signed to Red-
wood Limited. Although the exact amount
of money involved is not known, Johnny
Bienstock, executive vice president of the
Carlin Music Group, estimated that it might
run into the millions of dollars.

‘Reversionary Rights’

The suit arose out of the fact that most
publishers had chosen to ignore the “re-
versionary rights” provision of the 1911
Copyright Act. Under that law, the term of
copyright in the U.K. (as well as-in the
British Dominions, including Canada, Aus-
tralia, New Zealand and South Africa) was
the life of the author plus 50 years, There-
versionary clause was written in to protect
the families of improvident songwriters who
might have sold the rights to their songs for
much less than they were worth. it speci-

With records like Eruption’s “I Can't
Stand the Rain,” Gene Cotton's “Like A
Sunday In Salem,” Chanson’s “Don’t Hold
Back' and Amii Stewart's currently
bulleting “Knock On Wood," Ariola has
been represented on the pop Top 40 charts
with unprecedented consistency. In-
terestingly, all of these records, exceptCot-

market in general, and access to a large
pool of European product whose evolving
Euro-disco-styled music is becoming in-
creasingly commercial here. Much of this
access comes from the Munich-based
Ariola parent company, which partially
owns the label along with American
stockholders.

But the European connection is not the
only reason for Ariola-America’s success.
According to Scott Shannon, Ariola’s
senior vice president and director of opera-
tions, Ariola-America is very much
autonomous. “"Even though we are part of a
world-wide company, we have luxuries that
other Ariola affiliates don’t. Whereas other
affiliates have to go with certain releases,
we can pass. For example, Amanda Lear is
on every other Ariola affiliate in the world
except ours. We also passed on Boney M.
But people who bring music to us are im-
pressed with our selectivity, and trust that
we'll bring home product we believe in. For
example, Trude Meizel brought us Amii
Stewart's “Knock On Wood" because we
brought home Eruption’s “I Can’t Stand The
Rain” for her. And here was a record that
flopped when it was released in England,
but we heard it here and knew it was going
to be a smash.”

Ocean Records’ Debut

Ariola can also point with pride to its
close affiliation with disco moguls Marc
Kreiner and Tom Cossie, whose Ocean
Records, which will release its first product
next month, was signed as an Ariola
custom label in October. The duo have
aiready produced Linda Evans and Chan-
son for Ariola. But Shannon is quick to
assert that Ocean Records not be
pigeonholed as a disco label. "They have
an impressive roster, and it won't be just

CBS Inc. Expects
Another Banner
Year, Says Backe

NEW YORK — Although CBS, Inc. is an-
ticipating a decline in earnings for the first
quarter of 1979, the corporation is also pre-
dicting arecord year inrevenues and earn-
ings, John D. Backe, president of CBS, told
a gathering of Wall Street security analysts
here recently.

In addition, Backe told the analysts that
one reason the 1979 outlook for CBS
Records Group is '"very favorable” is that
CBS has projected that 1979 retail sales for
the U.S. recording industry will rise by 15%.

Backe explained the anticipated first
quarter decline by stating that CBS planned
to strengthen its competitive position
“through greatly increased commitment to
internal development, through investment
in promising new ventures and through
expansion. This deliberate approach,”
Backe continued, “represents avital invest-
ment in the future, and should be regarded
as justthat, rather than as simply a drain on
current earnings.”

Cheryl Lynn's singing career began in the
church, but took off, ironically, after an ap-
pearance on the Gong Show. The TV stint
came about because of the persistence of
Delbert Langston, Lynn's long-time singing
partner, who was determined that Lynn get
the break he felt she deserved.

After singing with Langston in a group
called Happy, Free & Easy, Lynn joined a
road production of “the Wiz,” where she
played The Wicked Witch of the West.
However, she became disillusioned with
singing, and decided to give up the profes-
sfon to pursue other goals.

After her Gong Show appearance, she
was introduced to Eric Kronfeld, who, along
with Langston, became her manager. Kron-
feld played a video cassette of Lynn's TV
spot for Bruce Lundvall, president of CBS
Records, and Lynn soon had a recording
contract. The move proved wise, because
Lynn's self-titted debut album contained
the song, "Got To Be Real,” which became
one of the major disco hits of 1978.
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Gonzalez

It's hard to believe that Gonzalez is a
British band. The group’s single,
“Haven't Stopped Dancing Yet,” which
is shaping up as a huge disco-to-pop
crossover smash, brims with the kind of
rhythm and funky-but-chic style that
sounds like its players were born and
raised on the streets of New York City.

Speaking from the offices of the
group’s British label. EMI, Gonzalez'
tenor sax player, Chris Mercer. says,
“While we're quite pleased with ‘Danc-
ing.' it's just one side of us. We like to
play all kinds of black and Latin music,
and we like funk as much as disco.

If Mercer seems nonchalant, it's
because he has been around. Starting
with John Mayall's “Bluesbreakers” in
1967. he has played with Keef Hartley,
Juicy Luicy and Wynder K, Frog. He has
toured with the Temptations and the
Spinners, and he's recorded with Bryan
Ferry and Frankie Miller, as well as other
acts that “I can’t even remember, there
have been so many of them.” When one
considers that Gonzalez is composed of
15 members (seven of whom are horn
players). mostof whom are experienced
studio players, you have a list of credits
that reads like a rock and roll “Who's
Who.

The band, infact. did notstart out with
serious intentions. “We just started out
as a blowing band. upstairs at Ronnie
Scott's.” recalls Mercer. The jams were
led by tenor sax man Mick Eaves, who
has been responsible for seeing Gon-
zalez through various changes of per-
sonnel and fortune.

But the band didn't make the most
serious decisions aboutits career until a
year ago. “We've always had the band
as a hobby,” says Mercer. “but last year
was the first we decided to take our-
selves seriously as a commercial entity.
Business only deals with business, so
we went and got ourselves a manage-
ment deal.” Gonzalez is now managed
by Mick Blackburn and Keith Reid
(lyricist for Procol Harum). who also
manage the Sutherland Brothers Band
and Frankie Miller.

Though Gonzalez has been with EMI
since 1973 and has released three
albums in England and two in America
(the others were the British-only “Gon-
zalez” and "Our Only Weapon Is Our
Music"), the commercial turning pointin
the group's career came with the
release of the single. “Dancing,
produced by Gloria Jones.

Oddly. the track is over a year and a
half old. “We recorded ‘Haven't Stop-
ped Dancing’ in the Summer of 1977,”
recalls Mercer, and it wasn't even
released in America. In England, it en-
joyed success as a disco hit, but
because of the BBC's one-station
monopoly situation. it never crossed
pop. But Capitol in New York liked it,
and had it remixed by John Luongo and
released.”

Today. the record is Top Five disco
and bulleting up the black contem-
porary and pop charts. But Mercer
remains cool. “Even though we're just
beginning to have the commercial
success. we're not about to start runn-
ing around like crazy. We'll believe it's
all happening when we see the record at
the top of the charts.

NEW FACES TO WATCH
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Jimmie Mack

New York City has produced some
swaggering, gravel-throated singers in
the last few years. David Johansen and
Eddie Money come to mind, and Jimmie
Mack is another addition to this rock ‘n’'
roll trend. "l guess you could call the
style white rhythm and bluesy. My voice
is rough and not meant to be sweet,”
says Mack.

Mack's first solo LP, recorded in
1978 was a raucous affair thatwas quite
similar to his work with the Earl Slick
Band in which he was the key tune-
smith. However, Mack's new "On The
Corner” album demonstrates his ver-
satility and maturity as an artist. The
thundering rock 'n’ roll is still evidentin
Mack’s music, but perky Latin rhythms,
funky up-tempo jazz and sweet orches-
tration underscore the new material.

Mack was born in Queens, New York
and raised on Staten island. I played in
about a million rock 'n’ roll bands when |
was growing up.’ says Mack. He
received his first public attention as a
guitar player with the Earl Slick Band.
He later became that group's lead
singer and head songwriter. When the
group disbanded, Mack landed a solo
contract with Big Tree Records.

Aside from Mack’s dynamic, Jeft
Beck-influenced guitar playing, it is
singing that is his most intriguing talent.
He displays his dramatic vocal ability
most engagingly on the songs “On The
Ice,” “Ain't Gonna Make It" and “I'd
Rather Be The One’” off the new album.
Mack's main vocal infiuences include
Otis Redding, Wilson Pickett, Paul
Rodgers and The Young Rascals.

The Big Tree/Atlantic recording art-
ist's Staten island upbringing is often
the inspiration behind his songs. The
'OnThe Corner'" theme of hisnew LP is,
in fact. a revelation of his youth. “l had a
corner near the train station that | could
go to when | was growing up. Everybody
has a corner, pizza place or candy store
where they hang out,” says Mack.

The new Latin groove in his music is
another outgrowth of his environment.

I don't think you can live in New York
and not be affected by the Latin people,”
says Mack. “If you hang out in the park
they are always playing flutes and
congas. If you turn up the radio at the
other end of the dial you'll hear people
talking real fast and Latin music. it's
everywhere.”

Presently, Mack and his band are
rehearsing for an upcoming U.S. con-
cert tour that begins Feb. 21 at New
York's Bottom Line. Mack fives above
The Studio, a bar on his beloved Staten
Island. “We can rehearse there anytime
day or night. So, it's really great,” says
Mack. The Jimmie Mack Band includes
Mack, guitar and lead vocals; Greg
Deppe, keyboards; Gene Leppik, bass
and background vocals.and John
Gianoulis, drums and background
vocals.

Mack says that he is looking forward
to getting out to the West Coast because
he hasn't been there since his Earl Slick
days, and because he'd like to get away
from the Big Apple’s freezing weather.
“We won't be playing the Hollywood
Bowl this time around,” jokes Mack. For
right now, however, Jimmie Mack
seems content to hang out on the cor-
ner.

Computer Tracking Service
Offers Aid To Labels, Radio

LOS ANGELES — Relief for regional record
promotion personnel and radio station
program directors has arrived with the for-
mation of the first national computer-
oriented record tracking service. Com-
putrack. headed by Howard Gilman, for-
merly national director of marketing for
ABC Records, and Mike Falcon, previously
Cash Box radio editor and Record World
retail editor. will take the function of track-
ing (measuring chart movement) singles on
Top 40 radio stations, currently a part of
label promotion staff duties, and offer it as
an independent service.

“The concept came about six months
ago. when | was in a meeting with an ex-
ecutive at a major label,” explained Gilman.
"He was telling me the problems he had in
the amount of time his people spent track-
ing and how important it was to have them
doing what they do best, which is actually
promoting the record. We decided that by
employing the use of a computer we could
provide a faster. more accurate and more
economical way of gathering the same
data.”

Accuracy, Personal Contact

With 375 Top 40 radio stations now in-
cluded in their survey, Computrack points
to a more efficient and professional method
of dealing with station program and music
directors than what is the common practice
now at most record companies. Using
mostly older, executive caliber personnel
on their staff, the policy is to develop a
regular one-to-one relationship between
individuals at the service and station direc-
tors.

“Judging from what we've found. the
promotion person, in many cases, will have
his secretary call the station. The program
director will inevitably put his secretary on
to talk with her. This information is passed
on to the regional promotion person who
will in turn report the same data to the
national office. You're talking about a four-
step process, minimum, and the error fac-
tor is bound toincrease,” Falcon indicated.
“We provide an executive-level contact
who will speak directly tothe PDor MDon a
weekly basis at the time they specify.”

At $150 per record a week, Computrack
feels that its service is affordable to both
the major and smaller labels alike, whether
there is one record to track or ten. In addi-
tion. it will certainly benefit the radio com-
munity by cutting down on the number of
“checkup” calls placed to stations concern-
ing tracking information without cutting
contact or service from the labels.

No Threat To Stations

“What we offer the radio stations is an

impartial, non-pressure service, that

doesn't care whether the record was jum-
ped, added, dropped or whatever and
because we represent a number of clients
we can save the stations time with just one
call,” noted Falcon

Both Falcon and Gilman were quick to
add that this does not mean the number or
intensity of calls made by promotion people
trying to get airplay for their records will
decrease. However, by tiering their
schedule towards the availability of radio
personnel, they will be able toinsure the ac-
curacy and reliability of their data.

“All of our information will be gathered
Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday, in-
cluding the late adds Wednesday night.
Thursday morning at nine o'clock, our
sheets will be on the desks of our clients,
stressed Gilman.

Management firms are also expected to

BMI Tells Colleges
To Stop Using Music
Without Paying For It

NEW YORK — Broadcast Music, In¢c. (BMI)
has sent a letter to over 1,000 colleges who
have not yet signed agreements with the
firm, placing them on notice to desist from
any further public use of BMI| music.
Pointing out that the federal copyright law
requiring them to obtain licenses has been
in effect for more than a year, BMl licensing
vice president Alan H. Smith added thatany
further use of its music may be considered
a willful infringement. Furthermore, Smith
noted, any institution thatignores the notice
may be subject to considerable financial
damages under the law.

“We offer colleges and universities a
two-tier structure.” Smith explained. “The
first tier is a 5'2¢ rate per student, which
covers all general uses of music on campus
with two exceptions. The first is if the
college radio station earns more than $10,-
000 ayear from advertising, at which point it
is deemed a commercial operation. The
second tier is for concert attractions paid
more than $1,000, for which we charge one
cent per available seat. This was a rate that
we negotiated with the American Council of
Education.’

Judgment Against
Heilman And E-C

NEW YORK — Judge Michael J. Barron of
the Circuit Court of Milwaukee County
recently affirmed an earlier decision by rul-
ing that Mercury Records and eight other
plaintiff record companies may be granted
summary judgment and be awarded
money In a class action suit for damages
against record pirate David Heilman and
his firm. E-C Tape.

Judge Barron had already granted the
plaintiffs summary judgment in May,
1978. but it was stayed when the defen-
dants entered amotion for reconsideration.
arguing that the burden was on the record
companies to demonstrate how much
damage was caused. But Barron ruled that
because the defendants misappropriated
the recordings, the plaintiffs would not have
to establish individual losses, and damages
would be measured by the profits earned
by the defendants.

Barron. in addition. denied the defen-
dant's request for a jury trial on the ques-
tion of damages. The Courtalso approved a
settlement of the claims by the plaintiff
record companies against Sidney
Hirschberg. a former shareholder and
director of E-C Tape.

NEW YORK — Steve Saslow’'s Nautilus
Network, based in Lake Helen, Florida,
recently celebrated the first anniversary of
its one-hour syndicated radio programs,
“Over the Blue Horizon,” “The Music
Special’ and “The Comedy Hour.”
Designed for the AOR format, the three
specials currently air on more than 200
progressive stations.

The concept for the specials, which
emphasize an unending flow of music and
as little dialogue as possible, actually ger-
minated in 1977, when Saslow co-founded
Interaudio, a radio production house in
New York. The firm syndicated “Women in
'78," a feature program that Interaudio dis-
tributed to all-news stations.

Saslow’s experience at Interaudio
helped to provide him with an un-
derstanding of the role of the syndicator
and the needs of individual stations in the
marketplace. He used this information
when he set up his own syndicated service.
“The idea for the shows was to create
programming that would not only work for
individual stations, but for national adver-
tisers who wanted follow-up on a local
level,” he explained.

Hook-Up With Fox

When Saslow left interaudio, he was in-
troduced to Sonny Fox, the program direc-
tor at WYSP-FM in Philadelphia. Fox had
been producing “The Comedy Hour" at the
station for years, and had made several un-
successful attempts to syndicate the
program nationally. But Saslow recognized
that the show had true national potential,
and, with the help of Lee Abrams and the
Burkhart/Abrams consultancy, he was able
to place the program on 40 stations across
the country. Today, “The Comedy Hour" is
produced in Toronto by Joint Communica-
tions and featured on Sunday evenings
over most of the Burkhart/Abrams-
consulted stations.

The second staple of the Nautilus
Network is “The Music Special,” which
profiles one recording artist each week and
is produced by Jim Roach at Pittsburgh'’s
WDVE-FM. Like the comedy program, “The
Music Special” airs in the Top 50 markets
and is targeted for the 18-24 age group. Re-

cent subjects on the program have in-
cluded Boston, Al Stewart, Foreigner, Todd
Rundgren, Hall & Oates, Styx and Heart.

Saslow says that Roach’'s program ap-
pealed to him because “the interview por-
tion never overwhelmed the music, as
artist-profiles often do. But Jim's show
struck the kind of balance we were looking
for.”

Import Releases

While he considers both the comedy and
music specials necessary additions to AOR
formats as a means of building loyalty
among listeners, Saslow understands why
only a handful of progressive stations
broadcast his “Over the Blue Horizon,” a
program produced by Mal Reding at
WIOQ-FM in Philadelphia that features
current import releases.

“Stations in the major markets wouldn’t
buy the show because they didn’t think it
had enough mass appeal,” he says. “The
PDs would argue that their markets were
too competitive for that kind of specialized
programming. So it really threw us for a
loop when markets like Milwaukee (WLPX-
FM) and Minneapolis (KQRS-FM) went with
it. Butthatdidn’t stop us from playing artists
like Dire Straits, Sad Cafe and Kayak
before they became poputlar in the U.S.”

Now Saslow is embarking on his most
ambitious venture to date. In May, he will
begin syndicating a live concert series to
AOR stations on a monthly basis from Bee-
Jay Recording Studios in Atlanta.

COMMODOREBALLROOM, VANCOUVER
— The Clash’s west coast swing of its debut
North American tour — beginning in Van-
couver Jan. 31 and winding up in Santa
Monica Feb. 9 — marked a breakthrough
not only for this critically acclaimed rock
quartet, but for all British new wave bands
striving to capture a share of the U.S.
market. In each of the four cities it played
the Clash received littleorno airplay, yet the
group sold-out all of its concerts, including
the 3,500-seat Berkeley Community
Theatre and the 3,000-seat Santa Monica
Civic Auditorium.

Most importantly, the Clash fully lived up
to its reputation as being an exhilarating,
high energy band which can mesmerize its
audiences with a diverse array of rock 'n’
roll musical styles, wide-ranging lyrics, and
a commanding stage presence.

At each of the shows, the group only
played between 60-75 minutes, but
because each set contained as many as 20
numbers and the energy level was so
overwhelming, the hour-plus shows were
more than sufficient. Leading off with either
“'m So Bored With The U.S.A” or “Com-
plete Control,” the Clash immediately
stirred the crowds into a rock ‘n’ roll frenzy
with its tenacious instrumental execution
and committed, intense vocal perfor-
mances.

Unlike the Sex Pistols, which perfected a
potent yet clearly limited four-chord execu-
tion (albeit bolstered by its outrageous,
nihilistic attitude and fronted by Johnny
Rotten’s scathing vocals), the Clash is a
versatile outfit which packs such a varied
arsenal of rock weapons that it can win over
rock fans in any number of ways.

Granted, most of the band’s songs are in
the slashing, no-holds-barred, hard-rock
mold, but the dueling guitar punctuations of
Mick Jones and Joe Strummer, the swing-
ing bass rhythms of Paul Simonon and the
bristling drumming of Topper Headon sup-
ply the band with a more dynamic, intricate
execution. In addition, the group’s perfor-
mances display the Clash’s plethora of in-
fluences, as witnessed by “Julie’s In The
Drug Squad” (New Orleans-flavored ‘60s
rock), “Guns On The Roof” (early Who),
“Safe European Home” (early ‘70s rock ala
Mott The Hoople), plus “(White Man) In
Hammersmith Patais” and “Police and
Thieves” (reggae).

Although each of the four gigs offered
seemingly limitless energy and the striking
visual images of band leaders Strummer
and Jones, it was not until its benefit con-
cert at the 1839 Geary Theatre and at the
Santa Monica Civic that the group fully hit
its stride. From start to finish, these two
shows were near-perfect exhibitions of
youthful, challenging British rock ‘n’ roll
circa 1979. The poster outside the Geary
Theatre proclaimed the Clash as “The Only
English Band That Matters,” and after view-
ing the group’s shows, it was hard to
disagree. dale kawashima

TOTAL EXPERIENCE, L.A. — Edwin Starr
isthe type of performer who aiven agroove,
alyric and an audience, can work wonders.
A consummate professional who sings with
a life and death intensity, Starr put all the in-
gredients together on his recent single

“Contact” which became a disco smasn
and established a strong R&B and pop
presence.

An artist who has made a living with his
music for more than a decade, Starr has
had hits in the past, among them: “Agent 00
Soul,” “War (What Is It Good For?),” “25
Miles” and more. He has also experienced
slumps where his brand of powerhouse
R&B soul/funk was out of style, the music of
a by-gone generation. In periods of
prosperity and drought, Starr has
remained true to the music he hears. Like
many other black artists, Starr found a
receptive audience in Europe when
Americans were listening to “new” music.

Starr's recent performance at the Total
Experience was a demonstration of his in-
tensity and professionalism. The man sings
with neck-bulging power.

Backed by a tight rhythm section that
could supply the groove, Starr delivered a
tight set of his classics and invigoratingren-
ditions of songs from his “Clean” LP.
Although a pulsating synthesizer line was
missing from the band’s rendition of “Con-
tact,” the tune came out the audience
tavorite. However, Starr interprets all of his
material with a care that bespeaks his long-
time commitment to music.

Disco has presented Starr with an oppor-
tunity to once again capture the airwaves
and the dance floors. “Contact,” remixed
by the talented Rick Gianatos, is a steady
disco favorite and the LP “Clean” is
bulleting on the pop chart. Starr has a new
platform, a revitalized and directed sound.

MGM GRAND HOTEL, LAS VEGAS — With
the concrete barely dry around her star on
Hollywood Blvd., Natalie Cole swept into
the MGM Grand Hotel’'s Celebrity Room
and presented an inspired show charac-
terized by non-stop talent and spontaneous
fun.

Natalie entered the stage resplendentin
a floor length black velvet robe and
taunched promptly into her "Lovers
Medley,” a seamless amalgam of hit tracks
from four previous albums. The responsive
audience was hersimmediately and the en-
tire proceedings began to really cook from
thereon. As she discarded her robe to be
able to flex out more in her spray-on
emerald green costume, the orchestra kept
the break-neck pace going with “The Win-
ner” and then her up and coming single
“Stand By Me."” Highlighting a majority of
her soulful songs was her adroit scat sing-
ing, which best illustrated the lady's
breathtakingly unwavering vocal range.

The solid eight member nucleus of her
sterling touring band was further augmen-
ted by a full string and brass section, which
gave musical director Linda Williams am-
ple room to utilize the orchestra either in
partfor moodier ballads or with all the stops
out for big production numbers.

At one point during the program, after a
warmly human introduction, Natalie
proceeded to make a seemingly innocent,
yet profound, comment on pop music’'s
fragile, sentimental history. Natalie, under a
solitary white spot with soft string accom-
paniment, performed an endearing rendi-
tion of “Mona Lisa” followed immediately
(no time for applause even) by a full-tilt ex-
tended version of “Lucy In The Sky With
Diamonds.” A stirring highlight of the eve-
ning, to be sure.

BOTTON LINE, NYC — Several days after
all their equipment and their van were
stolen in Boston, the Poodles gamely went
on with the show, using new, untested
equipment. Although the sound system for
their Bottom Line gig was considerably less
than perfect (Bobby Valenting’'s electric
violin was without power for much of the
concert), their music came across loud and
clear.

Wearing suits to project a New Wave
image (lead singer and guitarist Tony de
Meur even wears Elvis Costello-like glas-
ses), the Fabulous Poodlies played a
stripped-down, basic form of rock that re-
called mid-'60s British invasion groups like
the Who and the Kinks. While the intensity
of their buildups and their brief, tightly con-
structed instrumental breaks resembled
similar devices in the music of Costello, the
Talking Heads and the Clash, the Poodles
are not as original as any of those groups.
What they have to offer is a no-frills, hard
rock sound with clever lyrics, catchy hooks
and the addition of a violin to the traditional
trio of lead, bass and drums.

Although their lyrics are not “angry” in
the New Wave mold, they are frequently
amusing. “Chicago Boxcar,” for example,
from the Poodles’ debut U.S. album on
Park Lane/Epic, is a satirical number about
a kind of haircut reputed to attract women.
And “Tit Photographer Blues” is the story of
a pornographic shutterbug who lusts after
his subjects in vain.

Other songs in the set from the Poodles’
new album, “Mirror Stars,” included the
title cut, "Work Shy,” “Oh Cheryl,” “Roll
Your Own,” “B Movies,” and “Cherchez La
Femme” (not to be confused with the title of
the same name by Dr. Buzzard’s Original
Savannah Band). The best numbers were
“B Movies,” where Valentino, switching to
rhythm guitar, provided strong support for
de Meur's break, and “Mirror Star,” which
had a raw, primal power. The classically-
flavored fiddle hoedown in “Oh, Cheryl”
was one of the performance's most un-
usual features.

At this point, the Poodles have alotgoing
for them in terms of instrumental profi-
ciency and inventive lyrics. If they canadd a
little more originality and lengthen the live
versions of their recorded songs, they
could have an even stronger impact than
they did at the Bottom Line. ken terry

bang as flash canons kicked off a set of
highly theatrical and infectious dance
music that had most of the capacity crowd
off their seats.

With two singles and albums currently
charted, the band had more than enough
hit material to satisfy the folks on the floor.
“Holy Ghost” was a highlight of the perfor-
mance as lead singer Larry Dodson pran-
ced across the front of the stage delivering
vocals which were both energetic and
amusing.

The band, outfitted in sequinned,
transparent shirts, held a very full ensem-
ble sound predominantly featuring a syn-
thesizer, drums and horn attack. Nowhere
was this more effective than on their pop-
ular “Shake Your Rump To The Funk” as
the audience took the song's title straight to
heart.

Celebrating a successful world tour and
a triumphant return to hometown Los
Angeles, the members of Rose Royce dan-
ced onstage across a rolling sea of dry ice
as a light-studded, rotating silver rose ap-
peared from behind the drum kit. im-
pressive opening effects, to be sure, but the
group was not without the musical chops to
back it up.

Most of Rose Royce's set consisted of
hits from their three platinum-selling
albums. “I'm In Love (And | Love The Feel-
ing),” “Ooh Boy” and "I Want To Get Next
To You" were all flawlessly rendered, the
latter with silky Temptations/Smokey
Robinson style vocals, led by Kenny
Copeland.

The band’'s finale showcased Gwen
Dickey’'s rich, soaring voice, making the
cavernous Forum seem just alittle more in-
timate. As she launched into “Wishing On A
Star,” a mirror ball far over head bathed the
enraptured fans in light and with expert
pacing, the group segued into the raucous
“CarWash,” a monster single for thegroup.

Standing centerstage, resplendent in

fied that, 25 years after the author's death,
the copyrights of his works would revert to
his estate. Thus his heirs would receive
royalties for the last 25 years of the copy-
right term, before the work passed into
public domain.

Previous to Carlin's involvement in the
case, Miriam Stern, former director of the
American Guild of Authors and Compos-
ers. had become aware of the fact that the
reversionary right of songwriters’ estates
were being ignored. With the help of a
music industry lawyer, William Krasilov-
sky, she wrote to some of the estates and
later formed a corporation with Andy Fein-
man to represent them.

Unable to shoulder the costs of ex-
tended litigation with the big publishers,
Stern and Krasilovsky went to Freddy Bien-
stock and presented their case to him. He
agreed to take on the financial burden and
began signing the estates involved.

At first, Bienstock tried to obtain inter-
locutory decrees on one song at a time.
“But the other publishers made it very
expensive,” recalled Johnny Bienstock, so
his brother decided to institute a class ac-
tion on behalf of all those who could bene-
fit by exercising their reversionary rights.

The courts quickly recognized that pure
instrumentals and songs written by one
author fell under the reversionary rights
provision. But there was still a question
about songs in which the words had been
written by one person and the music by
another. If these songs, constituting about
65% of the total group of titles, were con-
sidered "collective works,” similar to ency-
clopedias and magazines, they would not
revert to the estates. However, the Court of
Appeals ruled unanimously that they were
not “collective works” and that they should
have reverted.

Wide Ramifications

This decision has wide ramifications, be-
cause it is expected that courts in the
Dominion countries will follow the example
of the London appeals court. In addition,
the reversionary provision affects current
compositions in most of the Common-
wealth nations.

At this point, according to Johnny Bien-
stock, Carlin is confident that the House of
Lords will uphold the decision by the Court
of Appeals. Meanwhile, Redwood is con-
tinuing to sign up more estates.

Nemperor Opens
West Coast Office

LOS ANGELES — Nemperor Records
recently opened a west coast office. The
New York based label, owned by Nat Weiss
and distributed through CBS, has assigned
Bill Gerber to the post of west coast director
of operations. He will be responsible for
A&R as well as coordinating promotion,
marketing and merchandising for the
Pacific regions.

Gerber will be assisted by Barbra Bow-
man, former graphic and label coordinator
in the A&R administration department for
ABC Records. Bowman also has worked in
the A&R and artist development depart-
ments for Epic Records.

“Morally, we were always right in the
situation,” commented Bienstock, “and we
feel that we want to sign more of them and
give them what is due there. Needless to
say, we'll make money with them, but at the
same time, there's no question thatthey will
get a lot more than what they were getting
with the previous publishers.”

Double Pay

Both he and his brother, Freddy, stated
that the estates would receive “at least
double™ what they are being paid now in
mechanical and performance royalties
from England and the Commonwealth
countries. Under the basic agreement with
Carlin, each estate that has assigned copy-
rights for both lyrics and music of a song to
Redwood will get 75% of performance

AFTRA, SAG End
Two-Month Strike

NEW YORK — The strike by members of
the American Federation of Television and
Radio Artists and the Screen Actors Guild
against advertising agencies and sponsors
of radio and televisioncommercials has en-
ded.

royalties and 50% of mechanicals col-
lected in those territories. In addition, after
five years, they will have the option of sell-
ing all their performance rights to Carlin for
one and a half times the amount of money
they have received during that period.

in the area of mechanical royalties, Bien-
stock also promised that the estates would
double their earnings, despite the fact that
Miriam Stern, who solicited many of the
estates for Carlin, is contractually entitled
to take one-third of the estate's share of
mechanical royaities from the date the con-
tract goes into effect. (If an estate earns
more than $5,000 annually from mechani-
cals, Stern’s share drops to 10% of any-
thing over $5,000.)

Carlin’s claim that they can increase the
estates’ earnings is based, not only on the
performance rights clause. but aiso on the
firm's direct collection system. Noting that
many other publishers have subpub-
lishers in the territories concerned {includ-
ing Warner Bros., which is subpublished by
Chappell in the U.K.), Freddy Bienstock
pointed out that, under such agreements.
the subpublisher usually takes half of what-
ever royalties they collect. Carlin, on the
other hand, has subsidiaries in all of the
countries in which the reversionary pro-
vision applies. and is not splitting the pro-
ceeds with anyone except for the estates
(and Miriam Stern).

Opposing View

Leonard Golove, vice president of
administration and general counsel for
Warner Bros. Music, one of the publishers
that is appealing the London court de-
cision, denied Bienstock's assertion that
the estates would receive more from Carlin
than they had been getting from the original
publishers. “The writer {or his estate) is no
better off, or very little better off. with
Freddy Bienstock than he is with the

original publisher,” stated Golove.

While not denying that the subpublisher
gets a big chunk of the action, Golove
claimed that a well-entrenched interna-
tional concern like Chappell can do a better
job of collecting royalties than Carlin, which
he said is relatively unestablished interna-
tionally.

While he agreed that an estate could
profit by gaining the reversionary rights in a
manner that would leave them free to nego-
tiate with whomever they chose, Golove
pointed out that all of the estates repre-
sented by Carlin in the lawsuit had already
signed agreements with Redwood, thus ty-
ing their hands.

Furthermore. Golove said, the Appeals
Court decision left open the possibility that
just the lyrics or just the music of a song
could revert to an estate, complicating the
problem of administrating the copyright. To
this assertion. Freddy Bienstock replied
that “today a split copyright is more com-
mon than any publisher owning all of it.” He
added that such cases posed no special
probiem in terms of administration.

Golove brought up two other complica-
tions in the case: Many estates, he said,
have signed renewal contracts with Ameri-
can publishers that, in effect, negate their
reversionary rights; and also. a large per-
centage of Warner Bros.' titles in the U K
are motion picture scores in which the re-
versionary provision does not apply be-
cause the songwriter was under contract to
a studio.

Bienstock, in reply, pointed out that the
London court had considerably narrowed
down the permissible language under
which renewal contracts would be con-
strued to repeal reversionary rights, and
that about 85% of the contracts he had seen
would not pass the test. As for the “writer
for hire"” provision. he said that Carlin had
never claimed songs in that category.

Big Ben’s Earning Saks Fifth
Ave. Image, Says Ben Bartel

LOS ANGELES — In the little more than a
year since its first store opened, the Big
Ben's retail chain has shown a penchant for
doing things in a big way. All seven of the
Los Angeles area Big Ben's stores are
supermarket-size superstores and for the
past two weeks the chain, a subsidiary of
Integrity Entertainment Corp. (which also
includes more than 100 Wherehouse
stores), has been holding an “introductory
sale" offering all $7.98 lists for $4.49 and
most $8.98s for $4.99.

“The saleistointroduce ‘the seven great-
est record stores in the galaxy’ to all of Los
Angeles,” says Ben Bartel, president of Big
Ben's. “We've just opened three new
stores, in Van Nuysin December, and in En-
cino and Pasadena in January, and there'll
be another opening in Northern California
(San Lorenzo) later this month, so we're
celebrating with an introductory sale at all
our stores. Right now the sale is open-
ended, even | don't know when it will end.”

Labels Supportive

Bartel says all the major record compan-
ies have been extremely supportive to his
chain, both with ad dollars (as evidenced by
the multi-page co-op ads in such publica-
tions as the Los Angeles Times Calendar
section) and in-store artist appearances.

“The labels understand that if you set up
great stores you can move tons of product;
and not only tons of hits but ones and twos
of this, that and the other thing, which a lot
of companies need to make out. And our
volumeis so greatthat artists areanxious to
make in-store appearances. In the last
week we’'ve had Isaac Hayes, Rufus, Chuck
Brown and the Valentine Brothers,” he
says.

“I know I'm prejudiced because | builtthe
stores, but Big Ben's is really the Saks Fifth
Avenue of record stores.” enthuses Bartel.
“People don't dart in and buy a record and
dart out. They come in and spend an hour
enjoying the color, the boutiques, the selec-
tion and the fun we've built in. The record
companies understand this and that's why

they're so good to us.”

Another source of pride for Bartel is Big
Ben's video cassette department, which is
featured in most of the chain's advertising.

“We're putting more and more footage
into video cassettes and we're now seeing
dollars in sales,” indicates Bartel. “It's not
uncommon to see $300 video cassette pur-
chases after someone's shelled out $900 on
a VHS system and he wants seven or eight
movies to watch.”

Breaking The $5 Barrier

Bartel believes there has been a degree
of consumer resistance to the new $8.98 list
price on selected LPs, but he is resigned to
the fact that prices must go up.

“Certain things are inevitable, like death,
taxes and rising prices,” Bartel notes.
“There'll be consumer resistance when we
have to take the $8.98 lists over $5, butif the
record companies have to raise their
prices, so do we. I'm not happy with it, but
I've gotto go along. But records are still the
best entertainment buy around anyway.”

With his faith in the value of recorded
music unshaken, Bartel is planning to open
a minimum of six more Big Ben’s Records &
Tapes stores this year.

FCC roposal Meeting Opposition

NASHVILLE — The recent proposal by the
FCC to limit the coverage of clear-channel
stations to a 100-mile radius poses a direct
threat to the future of WSM’s Grand Ole
Opry radio show, Len Hensel, vice presi-
dent and general manager of the radio sta-
tion said.

For 53 years, the Grand Ole Opry has
been broadcast each Friday and Saturday
night live over WSM (650 on the dial) into 34
states.

The FCC has said this reduction of
coverage is designed to open the way for
new stations. Presently 25 stations, in-

cluding WSM, operate as class A-1 clear
channel stations.

The FCC has announced that it will
receive comments through April 9 before
action is taken, and WSM and an organiza-
tion called “Friends of the Opry” are ac-
tively working to halt enactment of the
proposal.

The primary purpose of the organization
is to inform the public of the effect this
proposal would have onthe live radio show.
The group hopes to encourage people to
write to the FCC, their congressmen or
WSM and voice their opinions on the
proposal.

According to Hensel, the Opry broadcast
is the primary reason for the movement to
halt the FCC’s action.

It's nearly impossible to estimate how
many people listen to the Opry broadcast,”
Hensel said. “We know that 26 million peo-
plerely on clear channel radio. Many of the
peopte who listen to the broadcast live in
the little nooks and crannies of the country
where there are no other radio stations for
miles around. These people depend on the
clear channel stationstolistento the Opry.”

Syndication Alternative

Syndication of the Opry show might be
one solution, but Hensel said that has its
drawbacks. One of the biggest is that the
show would no longer be broadcast live

“Why does someone like Loretta Lynn
perform at the Opry for peanuts on aFriday
or Saturday night, when she could be per-
forming somewhere else for more money?”
Hensel asked rhetorically. “Because of the
exposure she receives. She knows that
song is going to reach many people, and
those people will go out and buy it Monday
morning.

“Once the show is syndicated and itis no
longer broadcast live, it could be months
before a particular show is broadcast by the
station that buys it,”” he continued. “That's

mer any good. and consequently the Opry
could lose them.”

U.S. Rep. Bill Boner of Nashville is
another opponent of the FCC proposal.
Boner cited that more than half of the
Opry's ticket sales are made to visitors from
outside the middle Tennessee area and
that the “impact of such a curtailment on
WSM. the Grand Ole Opry and the country
music industry as a whole could be
devastating.”

Miller was also named the Best All-
Around DJ in Southern California and as
such he was invited to DJ at the disco party
following the Grammy presentations the
next night.

A movie theater will be set up in the
Sports Arena that will enable 8,000 people
at atime to view feature films. In addition to
a rock 'n’ roll amusement park and a rock
flea market, a battle of the bands competi-
tion will be held as a prelude to the event.
Each evening will feature a laser show and
conclude with a fireworks display.

TORONTO — The Canadian Recording In-
dustry Association has certified the fourth
one-million selling album in Canadian
history, Meat Loaf's “Bat Out Of Hell” album
on Cleveland International/Epic Records.
While no one can discount the promotional
and marketing campaigns that took “Satur-
day Night Fever,” “Grease” and Fleetwood
Mac’s “Rumours” album over the million
sales plateau, the efforts intaking a new ar-
tist into the forefront among all-time
recording success in this country is a major
accomplishment for the CBS Records
Canada marketing department.

Terry McGee, senior product manager
for Epic Canada, says the success of the
album was “a matter of sitting down and
concentrating on achieving the maximum
potential of the disc. We just never letup on
it, and still intend to keep capturing more
Meat Loaf fans.”

This album, McGee points out, differed
greatly from the other million-selling
albums in Canada, all of which have been
certified during the past nine months in this
country. “With Meat Loaf, we had to take a
virtually unknown artist, and make a
calculated gamble. After getting an early
glimpse of his stage show (one year ago,
October, at Toronto's El Mocambo), we
knew that we had an artist that could attain
particularly high levels of sales. We used a
total marketing approach, and invested
deeply at first, in order to stir up the market-
place. After a while, the catapuiting sales

just took over, and we didn't have to spend
much more money. Mind you, nothing
comes cheaply or easily in this business.
But after we sold 500,000 copies in the
country (quintuple platinum by Canadian
standards), we had a huge sales base, and
we could relax a little.”

In Meat Loaf's case, we
were presented with a high-quality
videotape for use on TV. While there
weren't very many shows in Canada in
which the tape was played, American TV
used it, and interested Canadian con-
sumers took note of the video presentation.
But, the Meat Loaf tape was used exten-
sively through in-store presentations. It got
people interested and turned on to him,
and | thought it was the difference in the
sales marks we achieved with the disc.”

My dedicated servicemen
went to work on them and we soon had all
12 on location.”

100 On Route

At present. Schaut has 100 dart games
on his route. about half on rental. “It's un-
believable how good they are.” he
enthuses. “The new models are solid state
and we've already converted the older ones
we bought. We have leagues and tourna-
ments going all the time and other
operators in the area are buying the games
and having good luck with them also. We
put one of the older models in one of our
country locations just before Thanksgiving
and when | checked it outthe day after New
Year | found that collections had exceeded
the gross for the whole year.”
