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EDITORIAL Bigger Is Smaller 
As the record industry continues to grow, it con- 

tinues to shrink. 
The recent merger of ABC Records into MCA, as 

well as the Capitol take-over of United Artists, un- 
derscore the trend toward consolidation. And as 
fewer distributors thrive, there are also fewer people 
employed. 

The current line-up of distributors, aside from the 
independents, reflects the horizontal expansion of 
corporations. For example, CBS (broadcasting, 
musical instruments, stereo equipment retailing. 
publishing), WCI (amusement toys, games, film and 
TV production, book publishing) Philips and 
Siemens, co -owners of Polygram, have worldwide 
interests in a variety of unrelated fields, EMI (elec- 
tronics, hospital equipment), MCA (TV and film 
production, mail order gifts, amusement centers) 
and RCA (broadcasting, electronics manufacturing, 
food processing, rental cars) have made long-term 

commitments to the music industry. 
Two other conglomerates, Transamerica and 

ABC, Inc., have forgone their music operations in re- 
cent times. 

The unfortunate residual effect of this consolida- 
tion is the loss of qualified people. The fantastic 
growth rate of the industry brought talented new 
faces into the business, many of whom are now "on 
the streets." 

Looking to the future, what is to become of these 
six corporations and to the hundreds of unem- 
ployed personnel? If the trend of consolidation con- 
tinues, fewer and fewer people will be hired and 
others will be let go. But, there is a likely prospect 
that the balance of the industry may change again 
when distributed companies go back to indepen- 
dents. And if this does happen, many of those talen- 
ted people will once again be making meaningful 
contributions to the industry.

ABC Records Logo Vanishes 
As It Becomes Part Of MCA 

by Alan Sutton 
LOS ANGELES - The ABC Records logo 
was officially laid to rest March 4 when 
MCA, Inc. completed its purchase of the 
label from American Broadcasting Com- 
panies, Inc. 

An announcement by Sid Sheinberg, 
president and chief operating officer of 
MCA, stating that ABC will be merged into 
the MCA Records operation under presi- 
dent Bob Siner, ended industry speculation 
that ABC might remain a separate dis- 
tributed label (Cash Box, Feb. 10). Also un- 
der the agreement, ABC's music publishing 
subsidiary will be absorbed into the MCA 
Music division under president Sal Chian - 
tia. 

"The decision to integrate came about as 
a result of the realization that it would be in 
the best interest of all the artists ABC had 
under contract," Sheinberg told Cash Box. 

Alternatives Explored 
He added that MCA explored various op- 

tions regarding the ABC acquisition after a 
purchase agreement was reached on Jan. 
31. One alternative, according to Shein- 
berg, would have been to keep the ABC 
Records operation intact at a radically 
reduced level. 

"That alternative, in order to be finan- 
cially viable, would not have afforded these 
artists the type of representation we think 
they are now going to have," Sheinberg 
said. "So we determined that the best thing 
to do was to merge it (ABC) into MCA 
Records and let MCA hire such additional 
personnel as required by virtue of this ac- 

quisition." 
At presstime, the following ABC em- 

ployees had joined MCA: Don Biederman, 
vice president of business affairs; John 
Smith, head of R&B promotion; Cynthia 
Sissle, A&R administration; Elaine Cooper, 
publicity; Jerry Bailey, Nashville publicity; 
Doreen Ringer, artist development, and at- 
torneys Jere Hausfater, Larry Stephans 
and Gary Culpepper.

Independent Distributors Doing Well And 
Scoring Hits With Their Remaining Lines 

by Aaron Fuchs 
Despite the tumultuous changes that the 

independent distribution system has ex- 
perienced in the past several months, los- 
ing labels like A&M, ABC, Bang, Sam and 
20th Century, the past month has seen a 

resurgence of independently distributed 
product. Today, records on independent 
labels occupy a healthy 10-15% of the pop 
singles and albums charts, with about 50% 
of these retaining bullets. 

Have independent distributors respon- 
ded to the challenge of diminished lines by 
"bringing home" the remaining lines with 
that much more effort, or have the indepen- 

dent labels simply been coming with better 
hit product? A recent Cash Box survey of 
heads of labels and promotion of indepen- 
dent labels revealed a surprising diversity 
of responses. 

Sal Licata, head of sales for Chrysalis, 
was enthusiastic about the job that in- 
dependent distributors are doing for him. 
"We've just completed the best quarter 
we've ever had," he said. And our dis- 
tributors are working harder than ever. 
There's no question that they want to main- 
tain the line." Licata cited Malverne in New 
York as the distributor that helped break 
Blondie's "Heart of Glass," Pickwick in

Atlanta for helping break the Babys, and 
Pickwick in L.A. for its role in breaking 
U.F.O. Licata also singled out Pike of 
Cleveland as "always being very aggressive 
for us." 

Equal enthusiasm was expressed by 
David Webb, marketing manager of Ova- 
tion Records, whose latest Kendalls LP is 
charting higher on the pop charts than any 
previous album by the act. "Our lines of 
communications with our distributors have 
doubled since the first of the year," said 
Webb. "In addition, our reorder patterns 
and checks issued have increased. It's a 
more reciprocal relationship now; we need 
them and they need us. We have in fact 
been contacted by more than one major," 
added Webb. "But we like independent dis- 
tribution. Especially now that we've 
become more important." 

Paying More Attention 
Other sales heads were optimistic, but 

with qualification. Ed Silvers, vice president 
of sales for Janus/GRT, said, "It's obvious 
that independent distributors are going to 
pay more attention to the lines they have 
now that they've lost A&M and ABC, but 
we've always had their respect, anyway." 

According to Silvers, the recent events 
have not merely put the burden on the dis- 
tributors to bring home their remaining 
lines, but have made it mandatory for the 
labels themselves to give the distributors a 

show of confidence. "The distributor is in a 
position now where he must work your line, 
and at the same time worry about returns. 
What we did with the release of the Kayak 
album was to present our distributors with a 

plan that could give them the feeling they 
were competing evenly with a major. Our 
campaign for this album included display 
contents with four regional first prizes of an 
ingot of gold. We also pressed 7,000

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FM's Believing In Dire Straits 
Aids Group's U.S. Emergence

NEW YORK - When Warner Bros. Records 
released Dire Straits' self -titled LP about

Today, Dire Straits is one of the fastest - 
rising acts in the record business. Their first 
LP, now bulleting at #4 after 14 weeks on 
the Cash Box album chart, was certified 
gold on February 21, and is expected to 
reach the platinum plateau in three to four 
weeks, according to Lou Dennis, vice presi - 

Polygram Holds First 
Nat'l Advertising Meet 
NEW YORK - Polygram Distribution held 
its first national advertising meeting at the 
Drake Hotel March 1-2. The meeting un- 
veiled standardized procedures and 
systems for administrating advertising in 

1979, as well as a comprehensive internal 
training program. The meeting, part of a 

continuing program to upgrade and train all 
Polygram field personnel, closed with the 
distribution of an advertising policy and 
procedure manual developed by Leslie 
Clifford, Polygram Distribution's national 
advertising manager, and director of the 
meeting. 

In attendance were all advertising coor- 
dinators, market coordinators and branch 
marketing managers from each of the 14 

Polygram branch locations. Presentations 
were made by Clifford Jon Peisinger, vice 
president of marketing development and 
Art Nathan, assistant controller. Peisinger's 
speech stressed "attaining the most ef- 
ficient and effective use of advertising 
dollars." Clifford's session dealt with the 
administration of advertising dollars, the 
use of specific advertising forms and the 
establishment of standard filing systems. 

At another session Clifford discussed the 
relevance and use of monthly computer 
reports to day-to-day branch operations 
and stressed the necessity of developing 
account profiles within each branch by the 
branch marketing managers. 

A later session co-chaired by Clifford 
with Joel Borowka, executive vice presi- 
dent of the Music Agency, Polygram Dis- 
tribution's advertising agency, discussed 
and emphasized utilizing Polygram Dis- 
tribution's in-house advertising agency, 
Phonad. 

dent and director of sales for Warner Bros. 
and the single, "Sultans of Swing," curren- 
tly bulleted at #8 on the Cash Box singles 
chart, is also projected to turn gold soon. 

FM Broke Group 
Stan Cornyn, executive vice president 

and creative services director for the com- 
pany, testified that "FM airplay was ab- 
solutely crucial in giving a start to the 
album. There was so much intensity and 
belief in the group at the FM level that what 
followed was the usual dramatic success 
story one loves to hear about in this 
business." 

Cornyn recalled that Karin Berg and 
Roberta Petersen of Warner's A&R depart- 
ment were "positively evangelical in their 
mission to bring the group to the label." But 
no one at the label foresaw the huge 
success of Dire Straits' first venture into the 
marketplace. "We knew of the band's inter- 
national success with Phonogram, and 
believed that we could break the group to 
some considerable level with the first 
album, but no one really anticipated that it 

would happen as fast as it did," he said. 
Though realizing that the group was go- 

ing to be an important act, Dennis said that 
there was some "initial resistance to shipp- 
ing the album in October since most new 
artists get buried at that time. But it was 
precisely during this so-called 'tough 
period' that we began to get the initial reac- 
tion to the LP." 

Chart History 
The comparative progress of the album 

and the single is borne out by Dire Straits' 
chart history. Although the album was 
released on October 20 of last year, it did 
not appear on the Cash Box album chart 
until December 16 when it debuted at #191. 
The following week the album picked up a

RCA Sales Soar, 
Earnings Climb 
NEW YORK - Sales and earnings for RCA 
Records set new records for the fourth con- 
secutive year, and earnings for the record 
company have nearly quadrupled since 
1975, according to RCA Corporation's 1978 
annual report. 

Although no specific figures were 
released the report noted that for RCA 
Record's domestic commercial operations, 
profits were lower in 1978 "because of in- 
creased advertising, promotion, selling ex- 
pense, and other costs associated with 
developing new talent, acquiring es- 
tablished artists, and broadening distribu- 
tion arrangements." 

The report also stated that RCA Records' 
country music division had a sales gain of 
34%, while sales for the classical division

Yetnikoff Predicts 15% Growth For 
Record Industry In 1979, 12% In 1980 
NEW YORK - Walter Yetnikoff, president 
of the CBS/Records Group, projected a 
15% increase for the recorded music in- 
dustry in 1979 and a 12% increase for 1980 
in comments he recently made to security 
analysts at the CBS Broadcast Center. 

This projection is below the 19% in- 
crease in sales that CBS Records has 
averaged for each of the past five years (its 
compound growth rate). Similarly, CBS 
Records' 12% profit growth in 1978 fell 
below the company's five-year pattern, 
which averaged 21% annually. Yetnikoff ex- 
plained that the label's growth in 1978 was

limited by a "lack of manufacturing capac- 
ity at the end of 1978" which "hurt us in 
terms of our ability to press on a cost-effi- 
cient basis." He also cited the seven -week 
strike at CBS' Pitman, New Jersey plant as 
another limiting factor. 

Yetnikoff said he expected "the manu- 
facturing situation" to be impacted by the 
loss to CBS' pressing plants of such cus- 
tomers as ABC and A&M, due to their 
purchase by labels that have their own 
pressing facilities. Still, expecting the in- 
dustry to grow considerably by the mid - 
'80s, CBS will continue to expand its 
pressing facilities, both domestically and 
abroad. Yetnikoff pointed to the $50 million 
facility that is currently under construction 
in Carrollton, Georgia, as well as to 
construction plans in Great Britain and 
Brazil. 

CBS Records International has grown 
very rapidly in recent years. Yetnikoff called 
1978 "the most successful year in this di- 
vision's 13 -year history." He noted that the 
division "contributes 40% to 45% of the 
group's revenues and profits each year. It is 

the biggest U.S.-based marketer of music 
in the international sphere." Yetnikoff also 
noted other factors in CBS' overseas 
achievement, including the success of CBS 
Sony, "Japan's largest record company," 
CBS's international distribution of labels 
like TK and A&M, and the U.S. success of 
overseas acts like Heat Wave. 

On the home front, Yetnikoff noted that 
CBS earned 27 platinum records, "the most 
in the industry and six more ... than we had 
in 1977." These records were made not 
only by superstars, he noted, but also by 
up-and-coming artists. Of the latter, Yet- 
nikoff said, "I think we have the strongest 
second tier in the business, and we're still 
building it." 

Houston, Zager, 
Others Sued By 
Private Stock 
NEW YORK - Private Stock Records has 
filed suit in State Supreme Court here 
against Cissy Houston, Michael Zager, Ger- 
ald Love, Susan McCusker and Love -Zager 
Productions for an estimated $3.3 million. 

The complaint alleges that the defen- 
dants interfered with an agreement 
whereby Private Stock would have 
assigned the rights to recordings by 
Houston and Love -Zager Productions to 
CBS Records. 

At presstime, CBS would neither confirm 
nor deny rumors that Houston and Zager 
had signed with a CBS label. An attorney for 
Private Stock declined to elaborate on the 
charges filed in the suit. 

C4SHI EKX 

From the beginning it was apparent that 
Lynn Anderson lacked proper country 
credentials. Born to Swedish -American 
parents in North Dakota and raised in the 
wine country of Northern California, Lynn's 
roots were clearly not in the South. There 
was no drawl in her voice and no twang in 

her singing style. 
"Country has been a victim of stereo- 

types," Anderson said. "It has been as- 
sumed that it was all nasal and twang - hill- 
billy stuff. But that was a mistaken label. It's 
not where you are from that determines 
whether you are country or not, but how you 
feel. I have always been country, and I 

choose to be country." 
Anderson signed wth Columbia Records 

in 1969. Since then, she has recorded 20 
albums and over 35 hit singles, including 
her platinum single, "I Never Promised You 
A Rose Garden." 

Her new Columbia album, "Outlaw Is 

Just A State Of Mind," produced in Los 
Angeles by David Wolfert for the Entertain- 
ment Co., is another step forward in 
Anderson's exploration of the country 
genre.

NEW FACES TO WATCH 
Harrison Discusses New LP, 
Beatles, Personal Philosophy 

by Dave Fulton 
LOS ANGELES - "Be happy all the time. 
That's the most important thing no matter 
what you do," philosophized former Beatle 
George Harrison in a rare press conference 
last week. He added that he is still using the 
message of "My Sweet Lord" in his music, 
but it is subtler and less offensive today. 

Harrison reflected on the past, present 
and future during the session held March 7 

at Warner Bros. offices in Burbank. He also 
discussed his new self -titled album, which 
is currently bulleting at 35 on the Cash Box 
Top 200 Albums chart. 

"The response to it is really nice," 
Harrison said. "Sometimes you can do 
something and it's like swimming against 
the tide ... no matter what you do. The dif- 
ference between this album and the last is 
that my life is getting better all of the time." 

Harrison also noted that the work of co- 
producer Russ Titelman helped 
measurably on the success of the record. 

George Harrison 

"The last couple of LPs were getting difficult 
by having to do all thewriitng, playing, sing- 
ing, producing and mixing. You go crazy. 

"I wanted to have a co -producer for years 
because it's good to have someone else 
with an objective point of view. One of my 
problems as a songwriter was that I always 
wrote on my own, except when forced not 
to. John and Paul wrote together, and I 

think it's good for two people to bounce 
ideas off each other." (The new album con- 
tains a Harrison -Gary Wright song, "If You 
Believe.") 

When confronted with the inevitable 
Beatles reunion question, Harrison noted, 
"People have built up this fantasy, thinking 
that the Beatles can save the world. But we 
can't; we'd be lucky to save ourselves. 
Everyone (John, Paul and Ringo) is living 
their own life, and if it does happen, we 
won't tell you. 

"It was a privilege to have had that ex- 
perience because only four people did. But 
today, I look at it as a period in history." 

Harrison's Dark Horse Records, for 
whom he records, is now a one-man label, 
and he expects to keep it that way. The 
company is currently distributed through 
Warner Bros. and formerly maintained a 
small roster of artists such as Splinter, Keni 
Burke and others. 

When asked if he plans on touring in sup- 
port of the new album, Harrison said it was 
doubtful. "But, there has always been a part 
of me that enjoys touring," he added. 

Last fall, Harrison and Derek Taylor, for- 
mer Beatles press agent and WB creative 
services chief, began work on a book, "I Me 
Mine", which deals with Harrison's music 
and career. 

Reflecting back on the bitter break-up of 
his former group, Harrison aptly replied, "It 
wasn't as much fun for us as it was for you at 
the end." 

Lamont Dozier Explores Disco 
On New Album, Readies Tour

LOS ANGELES - Over the past 20 years, 
Lamont Dozier has served as a legendary 
co -producer and co -composer (with Brian 
and Eddie Holland) of numerous classic 
Motown hits, co -owned Invictus Records, 
and produced top selling albums for Edwin 
Starr and Aretha Franklin. In addition, 
Dozier has written several film scores, and 
is currently working with manager/pro- 
ducer Joyce Selznick on a movie project 
and with songwriters Al Kasha and Joel 
Hirschorn on a black broadway musical. 

Despite all of his successes as a com- 
poser and producer, Dozier intends to 
channel most of his energies this year into 
fully establising himself as a solo artist in 
the pop, black contemporary and disco 
fields. and has just released his latest War -

ner Bros. album, "Bittersweet." In addition, 
Dozier is revving up to undertake his very 
first concert tour this spring in support of 
the album. 

This veteran multi -faceted artist has 
always enjoyed working as a songwriter 
and producer, but even as far back as his 
teenage days Dozier has wanted to make it 
as a singer. One of his first professional 
music endeavors was to form at the age of 
15 a vocal group called the Romeos, which 
recorded for Fox Records in Detroit. 

Always Loved Singing 
"Singing was always one of my first 

loves," recalls Dozier. "I started as a singer 
back in the '50s with the Romeos, and I also 
recorded earlier on a song for Motown 
called 'Dearest One.' However, 'Dearest 
One' didn't exactly go anywhere, so I was 
convinced that it wasn't in the cards for me 
to be a performer, at least at that time. So I 

started writing songs for other people to 
record, collaborating with Brian Holland, 
and later on with both Brian and Eddie 
Holland at Motown." 

Dozier's composing and producing out- 
put at Motown has been well documented, 
with the Holland -Dozier -Holland team 
chalking up a flurry of classic hits such as 
"Baby Love," "Can I Get A Witness," 
"Heatwave," "Roadrunner," "Reflections," 
"How Sweet It Is," "Reach Out I'll Be There" 
and "Baby Don't You Do It," to name just a 
few. 

After a lengthy stint at Motown, Dozier 
and the two Hollands decided to launch 
their own record label, forming the Detroit - 
based Invictus Records in 1967. At Invictus,

Amii Stewart finds herself in an unexpec- 

ted situation. Last year, the talented 
dancer -actress -singer was assistant direc- 
tor and choreographer for the stage 
production of "Bubbling Brown Sugar" in 

London, England. Six months ago, at the 
behest of producer/songwriter Barry Leng, 
Stewart sang on a demo tape. This week, 
Stewart has a Top 20 song bulleting up the 
pop singles chart.

Really Touched My Heart" and "Closest 
Thing To Heaven," Leng took Amii back 
into the studio to cut a master. 

Leng took the results to Peter and Trudy 
Meisel of Hansa Productions and their in- 
terest was immediate. 

After a meeting with the Meisels at the 
Hansa London office, Amii was signed to a 

recording contract and the single was 
released in England. After following up with 
promotional visits to Germany and Italy, 
Stewart returned to the studio and recor- 
ded her first album, "Knock On Wood" with 
Leng producing. 

When Ariola America heard Stewart's ti- 
tle track disco remake of the Eddie Floyd 
and Steve Cropper rock classic, the label 
signed Amii. Seven and twelve inch ver- 
sions of "Knock On Wood" were released in 

January and the response was immediate. 
After eight weeks, the single is #18 bullet on 
the singles chart while the 12 -inch version 
is a steady diet for discos across the coun- 
try. 

"I can't believe it," says Stewart. "In fact, I 

didn't believe it. Living in London, I lose 
contact with the rest of the world. L.A. 
would call me and tell me how great the 
record is doing but I didn't believe it until I 

came back and heard it for myself." 
Stewart got her start as a dancer in 

Washington, D.C. Working with the D.C. 
Repertory Company for five years, Amii 
worked her way up from dancer to dance 
captain to her big break with "Bubbling 
Brown Sugar," an opportunity that came 
her way thanks to her old teacher, Charles 
Augins. Beginning her career at 16, Stewart 
has also worked in such movies as "The 
Greatest," "The Return of the Pink Panther" 
and "King Kong." 

"I got my singing training by listening to 
Nancy Wilson records," says Stewart, 
reflecting on her childhood in Washington, 
D.C. "I used to go into my brother's room 
and listen to Nancy and imitate every little 
nuance. I would give my left vocal chord to 
meet Nancy Wilson today." Upcoming 
plans for Stewart include appearances on 
Dinah!, Mery Griffin and Soul Train as well 
as discussing a tour which is expected this 
spring. 

Frank Mills 
The plot goes something like this: The 

young man graduates from Montreal's 
McGill Conservatory of Music and joins a 
pop group known as the Bells. As their 
pianist, he earns a Canadian gold single for 
an international hit called "Stay Awhile" and 
later tours with them throughout Canada 
and the United States. Later, the young ar- 
tist leaves the band to pursue his own 
musical vision. For the next few years, he 
earns a living by composing and arranging 
MOR instrumentals, until his first solo 
album earns a Canadian gold record and 
becomes a standard with Canadian 
programmers. Although this tale of instant 
success reads like a fairy tale, it happens to 
be the true story of Frank Mills' career. And 
that's not all. Now Mills has also achieved 
success outside of his homeland with a 

charming pop instrumental called "Music 
Box Dancer." Originally, the tune was on a 

self -titled LP, released in 1974 on the now - 
defunct Sonogram label. Mills remixed and 
remastered the disk for Polydor, and today 
the song is bulleted at #16 on the Cash Box 
singles chart. The LP is also bulleted at 
#140 in its first week on the album chart. 

He says that the success of the single has 
taken him "completely" off guard. "I've 
always been a consistent writer, and 
believed that at some point in my career, 
my music would catch on, but I certainly 
wasn't prepared for it with this song at this 
particular time." Nonetheless, he feels that 
"anybody who wants to make a career for 
themselves in this business stands a pretty 
good chance of succeeding, providing they 
keep their head to the grindstone and 
produce enough product." 

Mills attributes the widespread appeal of 
"Music Box Dancer" to the fact that "the 
disco craze has left a lot of upper 
demographic people searching for a 

melodic tune. The whole world loves a 

piano, but there hasn't been too much of 
that in light of disco's emergence." 

Mills says he is not bothered by the fact 
that MOR runs against the grain of popular 
music today, because he considers the 
success of "Music Box Dancer" as "the 
beginning of a movement back to melody. 
For all its preoccupation with disco, the 
record industry seems to have forgotten 
about a very sizeable audience that enjoys 
MOR music. That's not to say MOR com- 
posers are an endangered species. We just 
have to fight a little bit harder, that's all." 

In support of his new LP, Mills has been 
performing selected dates in Canada with a 
26 -piece orchestra. He bills his live ap- 
pearances as "An Evening with Frank Mills" 
because, "even though I like to keep a low 
profile, I think it's important that I build a 
rapport with my audience by relating 
humorous anecdotes that have taken place 
during my career. It's sort of a Sammy Kahn 
type of presentation. 

"I understand people very easily," he 
continues. "I know their problems - they're 
no different than mine. I'm more of a friend 
than a leader."

avana Jam 

KARL MARX THEATRE, HAVANA, CUBA - Each of the three concerts in the recent 
Havana Jam combined an equal number of 
American and Cuban artists. Naturally, 
audience members from each country felt 
compelled to applaud the other country's 
acts, regardless of how good their perfor- 
mance was. Nevertheless, the best music at 
the festival, whether American or Cuban, 
seemed to garner the most applause. 

Among the Cuban acts, the three stand- 
outs were Orquesta Aragon, Irakere, and 
Grupo Manguare. Aragon had a more 
sophisticated, slicker sound than the other 
groups which played traditional Cuban 
music. In place of the percussion -and - 
brass sound that characterized those 
bands, Aragon offered subtle, melodic 
music in which strings, piano and flute were 
as important as the percussion. 

To a greater or lesser extent, all Cuban 
music hinges on rhythm, with other facets 
of the music developing out of the poly - 
rhythmic, Caribbean beat. Nevertheless, 
Irakere, which recently released its debut 
album here on Columbia, has con- 
siderably broadened the definition of 
Cuban music. Progressive jazz elements, 
especially noticeable in the playing of pian- 
ist Chucho Valdez, and the classical influ- 
ence of saxophonist/flutist Paquito 
D'Rivera distinguished Irakere from 
everything else we heard in Cuba. 

Sarah Gonzalez and Pablo Milanes, who 
were backed by Grupo Manguare, are two 
leading representatives of the "new song" 
movement, which presents leftist lyrics in a 
musical context that recalls '60s American 
folk music. Gonzalez, a Cass Elliott look - 
alike, offered stunning vocals, both alone 
and in duets with Milanes. Despite the 
language barrier, Gonzalez communi- 
cated real emotion to everyone in the audi- 
ence. 

Grupo Manguare also demonstrated 
several other musical sides in their set, 
ranging from antiphonal Afro-Cuban 
chanting to melodious Latin ballads and 
progressive jazz. With instrumentation that 
included flute, guitars, string bass, electric 
bass and percussion, the band had affini- 
ties with Orquesta Aragon, but its idiom was 
much more up-to-date. 

Of the other Cuban groups in the fes- 
tival, the most interesting was Percusion 
Cubana, which included the conga players 
who call themselves Los Papines. The latter 
musicians served up some fascinating 
rhythmic routines and would undoubtedly 
make a hit in the U.S. as a novelty act. 

The most popular American recording 
star in the festival, Billy Joel, was well- 
known to the Cubans who attended his con- 
cert. Although some of them may have 
been surprised by the harder rock numbers 
in his hour-long set, like "Movin' Out," "My 
Life," and "Big Shot," such hits as "Just The 
Way You Are," and "She's Always A 
Woman To Me" were clearly recognizable 
to the Cuban members of the audience, 
who had heard them on Miami radio sta- 
tions. 

Joel's set was strong and fast -paced, 
drawing mostly on his two biggest albums, 
"The Stranger" and "52nd Street." Un - 
phased by a broken piano string, Joel tur- 
ned in superb performances, both vocally 
and pianistically. Highlights included the 
histrionic "Big Shot" and "Only The Good 
Die Young," in which Joel leaned atop the 
piano a la Jerry Lee Lewis. 

Kris Kristofferson and Rita Coolidge (the 
only non -CBS recording artists among the 

U.S. acts) offered their usual combination 
of solos and duets. Although Kristoffer- 
son's voice was in good shape, his solo 
numbers were less than earth -shaking; in 
fact, Billy Swann, who played keyboards, 
overshadowed him with a rendition of his 
hit, "I Can Help." Additionally, Coolidge 
brought down the house with a perfor- 
mance of her greatest hit, "Your Love Is Lift- 
ing Me Higher and Higher." Together, they 
sang a few lovely selections, including their 
gift to UNICEF, "The Pilgrim." 

Stephen Stills delivered a good, rocking 
set with Mike Finnegan helping out on key- 
boards and Bonnie Bramlett as co -vocal- 
ist. Although his version of Buffalo Spring- 
field's "For What It's Worth" seemed dated, 
a tune which he wrote in Spanish for the 
festival went over very well. He and Bram- 
lett also scored with a brisk performance of 
"Love The One You're With." 

The CBS Jazz All -Stars performed their 
hour -and -a -half -long set in three seg- 
ments. The first consisted of straight -ahead 
jazz and featured Dexter Gordon, Stan 
Getz, Woody Shaw, Percy and Jimmy 
Heath, Hubert Laws, Willie Bobo, Cedar 
Walton, Tony Williams and Bobby Hutcher- 
son, among others. In the parts where the 
whole ensemble played, Shaw, Walton and 
Laws offered superb solos. Then, in a quar- 
tet setting, Gordon played a sultry, evoca- 
tive tune on tenor sax, followed by an equal- 
ly outstanding, but more upbeat Getz solo. 

Segment two featured Tony Williams on 
drums. John McLaughlin on guitar and 
Jaco Pastorius of Weather Report, on bass. 
Somehow, this never got off the ground, 
aside from a lavish drum solo that in- 
troduced the set. More satisfying was a pro- 
gressive jazz segment led by Hubert Laws, 
who played some beautiful melodies with 
strong support from Jimmy Heath on tenor 
sax. 

The Fania All -Stars had the disad- 
vantage of coming on after midnight at the 
end of a very long show. In addition, it ap- 
peared that many Cubans in the audience 
had as little understanding of salsa as 
Latins in the U.S. do of contemporary 
Cuban music. In any case, the hard, insis- 
tent, big city sound of Johnny Pacheco's 
ensemble made an interesting contrast to 
the simpler, more folk -rooted Cuban idiom. 

Weather Report opened the festival with 
an excellent jazz fusion set that featured 
remarkable lighting and staging effects. 
The latter elements in the show were es- 
pecially effective in the group's second 
number, where fog rolled over the stage as 
a countdown to a simulated rocket blast-off 
was heard. The band also cooked musical- 
ly, with keyboardist Joe Zawinul battling 
soulfully against the bizarre rhythms of 
bassist Pastorius and the purposeful licks 
of saxophonist Wayne Shorter.

Chuck 
Mangione 

THE GRAND OLE OPRY HOUSE 
NASHVILLE - "If anybody had told me a 
few years ago that in 1979 I'd be playing the 
Grand Ole Opry and all these people would 
turn out to see a flugelhornist honk, I'd 
never have believed them." 

So said Chuck Mangione as he bounced 
back onstage to acknowledge his second 
standing ovation from an enthusiastic 
crowd of about 4,000. 

Just seeing and hearing Mangione per- 
form is a treat, but this night his concert 
posed a double treat. This show was the 
only one on his current tour where the 11 - 

piece orchestra was included. Coupled 

with Mangione's own very able quartet, the 
talented team served up a powerful, excit- 
ing two -set show. 

Mangione opened the first set with the 
song that catapulted him into the national 
spotlight, and his biggest single to date, 
"Feels So Good." Decidedly a difficult tune 
to perform, Mangione had a few problems 
with it, but managed to pull it off well 
enough. 

The master of the flugelhorn then pro- 
ceeded to delight the audience with a very 
solid set, offering well -performed numbers 
from his past, including "Chase The Clouds 
Away," "The Land Of Make Believe" and 
the hot little number, "Hide 'N' Seek." Even 
when he wasn't playing his horn or electric 
piano, Mangione was keeping the audi- 
ence entertained with his animated move- 
ments and gestures in leading the orches- 
tra. At times, it was almost as if the only 
thing keeping him earthbound was the 
weight of his treasured flugelhorn. 

But the second set is where Mangione 
really shone and where the dynamics of the 
orchestra were highlighted. The set was 
taken entirely from his "Children Of San- 
chez" album which, in turn, is from the 
movie of the same name. He, his quartet 
and the orchestra lit into the soundtrack 
and didn't let up until the final strains of the 
finale drifted through the audience. 

An awe-inspiring, almost overwhelming 
set, the "Children Of Sanchez" should 
solidly mark Mangione as one of the 
writer/performers of 1979. 

There's something so grand and lavish 
about an orchestra's performance. But if 
you add to that Chuck Mangione and quar- 
tet, then you have an evening of magic ... 
and an evening not to be forgotten.

5teve Forbert 

WHISKY - L.A. - Steve Forbert is such a 
superb singer/songwriter that it's a pity he 
didn't come along during the heydey of 
Dylan, Prine and Browne. Forbert is just too 
good to be overlooked. When he faced the 
inevitable record company appraisal at the 
Whisky recently, heads turned, eyes lit up 
and voices screamed out for this late ar- 
rival folkie. 

His set began inauspiciously with a few 
folk -blues numbers and a spirited version 
of "Jambalaya," but nothing really startled 
the skeptical crowd. However, as he 
launched into "Steve Forbert's Midsum- 
mer Night's Toast" a surge of excitement 
ran through the crowd that only a Dylan or a 
Springsteen is capable of creating. It was 
the first dramatic moment in a night that be- 
came tingly with such occurrences. 

Forbert blends a naive hopefulness and 
a cocky cynical attitude which creates a 
musical persona that is uniquely his own. 
He is reminiscent of a citified Huckleberry 
Finn trying to impress the crowd at a New 
Orleans Fair. Much of the nervous vulner- 
ability and rock 'n' roll spirit that Forbert in- 
jects into his live show is lost on his debut 
album, "Alive On Arrival." However, For- 
bert's most engaging elements, arresting 
lyric ability and distinctive gritty vocals, are 
preserved on his first waxing. 

Forbert recalled the moods of an early 
Dylan on his rendition of "Goin' Down To 
Laurel" while the influence of Van Morri- 
son showed through on the happy go lucky, 
"Thinkin'." The 24 year -old singer -song- 
writer's high pitched, gruff vocals bear a 
slight resemblance to those of Rod Stewart. 
Through all the weighty influence, how- 
ever, Forbert retains his own distinct per- 
forming style. 

The highlights of Forbert's show were, "It 
Isn't Gonna Be That Way," the reflection of 
a young man on his recent loss of inno- 
cence and his rollicking ode to staying the 
gambler in life, "You Cannot Win If You Do 
Not Play." Forbert was ably supported by 
his four piece band.

THE GOLDEN BEAR, HUNTINGTON 
BEACH - As a misty blanket of fog covered 
this Southern California coastal com- 
munity, Tower of Power and their highly - 
respected horn section provided a brilliant 
beacon to all those in search of an evening 
of soulful swing and expert showmanship 
minus the flashy props. 

The Tower has always maintained a 

special rapport with its audiences over the 
years and the professional instincts of each 
member has allowed the group to pace its 
sets toward the crowd without being con- 
descending or indulgent. This was ap- 
parent as the band debuted material from 
its upcoming "Back On The Streets" album 
early on in the set, saving most of its stan- 
dards for a steadily building finale. 

In turn, it was awarded with generous ap- 
plause from the crowd after many of the 
new numbers, especially the smoking "In 
Due Time," which featured Chester 
Thompson on a cleverly executed syn- 
thesizer break. After saxophone man 
Lenny Pickett went into a tailspinning toe 
tap during "Drop It In The Slot," the heat 
level began to rise and a funk attack was 
imminent. 

Sure enough, the Tower delivered with a 
series of crowd-pleasers that included 
"Knock Yourself Out," "Oakland Stroke," 
the electrically charged instrumental 
"Squib Cakes" and the usual encore 
"You're Still A Young Man," which always 
seems to draw screams though it's been ten 
years since it was written. michael glynn

THE ROXY, L.A. - That Peabo Bryson is 
truly a crooner, a singer of love songs and a 
ladies' man was much in evidence at his re- 
cent Roxy performance. As Bryson strolled 
back and forth across the stage, the ladies 
in the audience swooned at his every move- 
ment during a set comprised mainly of 
ballads mixed with a few medium uptempo 
numbers. Though there is no denying that 
Bryson has a magnificent voice, if one is not 
already a dedicated fan, it is easy to miss 
the electricity and charisma that so delights 
his predominantly female audience. 

Bryson's appeal to the ladies has fre- 
quently been compared to that of Teddy 
Pendergrass, but unlike his dramatic coun- 
terpart, Bryson's magnetism is very subtle. 
On stage he eschews any dramatic effects 
and conversational exchange with the 
audience; he just sings. 

Phyllis Hyman opened with a very in- 
teresting display of a seasoned jazz/pop 
vocal ability. Hyman for the most part had 
been considered a jazz oriented artist, but 
her Roxy performance allowed her to show 
that her talents lie in more than any one 
area. Her seven -piece band did experience 
some minor sound problems, but nothing 
they couldn't overcome.

promotional picture discs. You can no 
longer just call your distributor and say, 
'How many records do you want to buy?' " 

Mary Schlacter, president of Prelude, 
and Lenny Scheer, vice president of sales 
and distribution for Arista, both felt that the 
situation was essentially unchanged. 

'Geared For Survival' 
"When we started," says Schlachter, "we 

were not unfamiliar to the people we were 
dealing with. A good number were friends 
and people I knew to be capable in 
marketing. We certainly were affected 
positively when we were in the same house 
with distributors who had A&M and ABC; 
but as it was, a significant percentage didn't 
have A&M and ABC. I'm not trying to sugar 
coat anything, but for the most part, my dis- 
tributors are healthy, smart businessmen 
who in one form or another are geared for 
survival." 

Scheer concurred, "We broke three 
albums during this tumultuous period. With 
Angela Bofill, in particular, in-store cam- 
paigning with the help of our distributors 
was vital to breaking her album. Arista has 
always had tremendous cooperation from 
its distributors, and we are constantly 
reviewing distributor performance reports 
to insure it. It's fair to say that there was 
some paranoia on their part, but, after los- 
ing A&M on sudden notice after 15 years, it 
was understandable. I do sense more 
aggressiveness from those who may have 
lost a line, but for the most part, this is not a 
business of surprises. We continuously 
evaluate, and we feel we have the best." 

Still, there were those who felt that in 
some cases, their records were selling in

While there 
are some distributors like House and 
California that have been effective, in many 
ways independent distributors have let it all 
get away from them." 

Jim Salmson, director of sales for TK 
agreed with this view. "They're still scared," 
stated Salmson, "and if they don't start con- 
ducting everyday business and stop worry- 
ing about all the wrong things, they'll force 
us to go somewhere else."

of the Communications Act and FCC Chair- 
man Charles Ferris will submit to a question 
and answer session on the final day of the 
convention.

Improvisation Club on Melrose St., L.A.'s top showcase hall for pop/folk singer/song- 
writers, suffered severe damage from afire which took place Monday evening, March 5. 

According to Budd Friedman, owner of the Improvisation, the fire started in the alley 
behind the club, completely destroying the main showroom but not damaging the bar 
area and the kitchen. The Improvisation will remain open, hosting shows in the smaller 
front room of the club adjacent to the bar area. Friedman intends to re -open the main 
showroom, which is expected to take 4-8 weeks to rebuild. The L.A. Fire Department 
has determined the cause of the fire to be arson. In the meantime, John Braheny and 
Len Chandler, co-founders/directors of the BMI-sponsored Alternative Chorus Song- 
writers Showcase which was held weekly at the club, have found a temporary home for 
the showcase while they wait for the rebuilding of the Improvisation showroom. The new 
location for the showcase is the Tin Pan Alley Room at the Variety Arts Center, 940 S. 
Figueroa. in downtown L.A. The show will resume on Wednesday nights starting March 
14. 
HOT -FLYING RUMORS - Bette Midler and her manager Aaron Russo appear to have 
gone their separate ways. The apparent split-up preceeds the release of the rock movie 
"The Rose," which stars Midler ... Margo Knesz, national singles promotion director 
at RCA, is reportedly heading for a top promotion slot at MCA. 
CLEVELAND ROCKS - Marty Mooney and Bill Catino of Cleveland International 
Records, in town for the R&R convention last week, dropped by the Cash Box L.A. office 
to preview the upcoming albums by two acts, which Cleveland Intl. manages: Ian Hun- 
ter and the Iron City House Rockers. Mooney and Catino were very excited with both 
LPs, which will be released on separate labels (Hunter on Chrysalis and the House 
Rockers on MCA) within the next few weeks. "You're Never Alone With a 
Schizophrenic" is the clever title of Hunter's latest effort, and the album should bring 
this former Mott The Hoople leader the mainstream success that has eluded him since 
leaving Mott in 1974. Including song titles like "Ships That Pass In The Night" (a 
beautiful ballad), "The Outsider" and of course, "Cleveland Rocks," the album features 
the musical support of lead guitarist and co -producer Mick Ronson, E Streeters' Gary 
Tallent, Max Weinberg and Roy Bitten, and Blue Oyster Cult singer Eric Bloom.

DESOLATION ANGELS - Bad Company - Swan Song SS 
8506 - Producer: Bad Company - List: 7.98 

After a two-year hiatus, this veteran rock quartet has re- 
turned with a steady, consistently strong album which should 
reaffirm the group's position as one of mainstream rock's most 
potent, best selling attractions. Stylistically, Bad Company has 
changed little over the years, still cranking out basic yet stirring 
guitar -rock nailed down by Mick Ralphs' clean guitar lines and 
fronted by Paul Rodgers' versatile, soulful vocals. Includes the 
single "Rock 'N' Roll Fantasy" plus nine other first-rate cuts. 
MANIFESTO - Roxy Music - ATCO SD 38-114 - Producers: 
Roxy Music - List: 7.98 

Roxy Music was, perhaps, the most eclectic and mysterious 
band of the mid -1970's. To Roxy's many fans, its recent re- 
grouping is cause for celebration. Bryan Ferry's haunting 
vocals, Phil Manzanera's unique guitar shadings and Andy 
Mackay's surreal sax work have never sounded better than on 
"Manifesto." The album is reminiscent of Roxy's early work, but 
the band remains one of the most engaging and contemporary 
units in rock 'n' roll. Standout cuts on this AOR-must are: "Ain't 
That So," "Spin Me Round," and "Angel Eyes." 
I COULD HAVE BEEN A SAILOR - Peter Allen - A&M SP - 
4739 - Producers: Marvin Hamlisch and Mike Post - List: 
7.98 - Bar Coded 

Once in a while, a classic MOR album is released and Peter 
Allen is the latest author of such an effort. The lush production 
of Marvin Hamlisch and Mike Post, introspective lyrics by Allen 
and Carole Bayer Sager and Allen's own distinctive musical and 
vocal style combine to make this LP a finely crafted adult con- 
temporary affair. Standout cuts on the LP are: "Don't Cry Out 
Loud," "If You Were Wondering" and "Paris At 21." 
RICKIE LEE JONES - Warner Bros. BSK 3296 - Producers: 
Lenny Waronker and Russ Titelman - List: 7.98 

Although this is only her first album, Rickie Lee Jones is al- 
ready a mature, original singer/songwriter who should attract 
both critical acclaim and commercial success with this effort. 
Jones is an insightful, sensitive composer who occasionally re- 
calls the vocal nuances and lyrical depth of Joni Mitchell, but 
overall she clearly establishes her own distinctive identity. 
Jones may lack the instant mass appeal of a Nicolette Larson, 
but she writes memorable tunes and sings them with a fierce 
conviction.

Recorded a year ago and already a matter of hit history in 
Europe, "The Montreux Album" is now available for American 
consumption. Smokie would have to rank (along with Abba, 
Boney M and Showaddywaddy) as one of those groups most 
underestimated by American audiences. Chinnichap's Midas 
touch provides three solid songs and the production, plus the 
group itself provides the remaining excellent compositions in 
addition to their stellar guitar/harmony performing talents. 
TYCOON - Tycoon - Arista AB 4215 - Producer: Robert 
John Lange - List: 7.98 

Tycoon is a new sextet with a debut album that already has 
strong AOR acceptance going for it right out of the starting gate. 
The reason for this sudden splash becomes obvious when

HAWKLORDS - Hawklords - Charisma CA -1-2203 - 
Producers: Robert Calvert and Dave Brock - List: 7.98 

Hawklords (formerly Hawkwind) have finally released the 
album that their fans can take and rub in the faces of the band's 
legions of detractors. The progressive creativity and opulence 
of this production is nothing short of phenomenal. The overall 
sound still features that distinctive bass -throbbing sound, but in 
addition we now have excellent harmonies and sundry subtle- 
ties as tantalizing embellishments. For AOR and Top 40 
formats. 
CONTENTS DISLODGED DURING SHIPMENT - Tin Huey - 
Warner Bros. BSK 3297 - Producer: Paul L. Wexler - List:

In the rock -eccentric tradition of the Bonzo Dog Band, Sky - 
hooks, Sparks, and, of course, Zappa's original Mothers Of 
Invention, we now have Tin Huey. Though its influences are ob- 
vious, this band of tongue-in-cheek loonies emerge as clever 
craftsmen rather than mere imitators. Tracks showcasing their 
energetic rock wit are "I Could Rule The World," "Hump Day," 
"New York's Finest Dining Experience" and a mock serious re- 
make of the Monkees' hit "I'm A Believer."

IT'S ALRIGHT WITH ME - Patti LaBelle - Epic JE 35772 - 
Producer: Skip Scarborough - List: 7.98 

After years of intermittent success with the group LaBelle, 
this songstress finally seems on her way to becoming a top 
selling solo artist in the black contemporary/pop vein. "It's Al- 
right" is a nine -song outing which showcases LaBelle's distinc- 
tive, high -soaring vocals, articulate ensemble playing by an 
array of session musicians, and the sleek production of Skip 
Scarborough. Standout cuts include "Music Is My Way Of Life" 
and the title track single. 

REMOTE CONTROL - The Tubes - A&M SP 4751 -

Heretofore, the Tubes have been known primarily as a thea- 
tre -rock band putting out satirical, novelty numbers, a la "White 
Punks On Dope."

Polished, 
full-bodied production and top-notch material by Banks and 
Brooks also contribute to the LP's excellence. 

MORNING DANCE - Spyro-Gyra - Infinity INF-9004 - 
Producers: Jay Beckenstein and Richard Calanra - List: 7.98 

Last year, Spyro-Gyra issued its debut album, which fared 
surprisingly well on jazz, pop and R&B formats. Now back with 
"Morning Dance," this instrumental group has issued a collec- 
tion of lively, vibrant works which spotlight Jay Beckenstein's in- 
vigorating alto sax riffs, Larry Fast's synthesizer excursibns and 
compositions by Beckenstein and Jeremy Wall. Suiting a 
variety of moods and styles, this LP should further boost Spyro- 
Gyra's success. 

IRONHORSE - Ironhorse - Scotti Bros. SB 7103 - 
Producer: Randy Bachman - List: 7.98 

Ironhorse is Randy Bachman's latest attempt at re-estab- 
lishing a credible beach -head on rock's rocky coastline. By all 
appearances he has another solid winner on his hands (his third 
in a decade; no mean feat). Ironhorse is rife with Bachman's 
special brand of riff -rock that embodies straight -forward 
rhythms, full-bodied lyrics, and that grinding, churning guitar 
work that's still more than capable of takin' care of business. 

EDWIN BIRDSONG - Philadelphia International JZ 35758 - 
Producer: Edwin Birdsong - List: 7.98 

On his first Philly International effort, Edwin Birdsong has 
delivered an album that is brimming with funky rhythms, infec- 
tious lead and harmony vocals, and most importantly, ex- 
uberant energy. The LP basically sticks to an upbeat, highly 
danceable formula, as represented by such engaging tracks as 
"Freaky Deaky Sities" and "Cola Bottle Baby." However, Bird- 
song also exhibits a more subtly -expressive groove with "Au- 
tumn Eyes" and "Lollipop (Slow)."

BEANTOWN BRAWL, NO JOKE - In what is reputed to be Boston's coldest winter 
since 1875, the WBCN strike continues. The 36 striking staff members have been 
picketing in daily shifts from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. ever since 19 co-workers were fired be- 
cause Hemisphere Broadcasting (the new owner of WBCN) has not recognized the 
staff's union, the United Electrical Workers Union (Cash Box, March 3 and 10). "The 
main point is that most people think that this is just a bunch of hippies nailing boards 
across the control room door because afew secretary's got blown out," said WBC N MD 
Tony Berardinl. "This is not 1968, this is 1979 and a very important and serious labor 
management conflict is going on. Radio labor has always been on the short end of the 
stick in these situations. There could be very far reaching effects from this strike and we 
are deadly serious. We will be in there until the management recognizes our union or 
the radio station comes down." Meanwhile, WBCN has garnered support from the 
press, the community and several prominent Boston -based bands. A strike fund has 
been set and an ardent WBCN listener donated four phones to the strikers so a listener 
alliance could be set up. The alliance is an information switchboard to let people in the 
community know how the strike is fairing. "I've never seen anything like it," said 
Berardini. "The management has coalesced more public opinion against it than Nixon 
did when he invaded Cambodia. Without exception, I have not seen one favorable 
article toward the management in a daily, weekly or college newspaper. Peter Wolf, the 
lead singer and spokesman for Boston's own J. Geils Band, recently took out a full page 
ad in Boston's largest weekly, The Phoenix. The ad was an open letter to Michael 
Wiener, president and general manager of Hemisphere Broadcasting, that said the 
band was in full support of the WBCN strike and asked that all Gells band station 
endorsements be pulled from the air. Wolf, a former WBCN disc jockey, added that he 
was saddened that such an estrangement between staff and management had oc- 

curred at a time when the station was 
sounding better than ever. The P.S. on 
Wolf's letter read, "P.S. the only scabs I 

dig are the ones on my elbow." On 
March 4, the J. Geils Band made a spe- 
cial guest appearance at a benefit con- 
cert for the striking staff members. 
Aerosmith has also run a full page ad- 
vertisement in The Phoenix advocating 
the strike and the Cars have pledged to 
support WBCN by way of newspaper 
advertisement. "Our case is so strong 
that all we have to do is present it fac- 
tually and people will sympathize," said 
Berardini. It is not a complex issue be- 
cause we have a letter from the FCC that 
says the management must recognize 
our union. If we lose the strike, it'll be be - 

prize. cause the law is not being upheld."

SACRAMENTO - On Monday morning, 
Feb. 26, 1979, the last total solar eclipse to 
be seen in the United States until the year 
2024 took place. KRAK's Ron Abernathy 
and Joey Mitchell combined efforts to bring 
Northern Californians a bird's ear view of 
the total eclipse. 

While Sacramentans were able to see a 

partial eclipse, the path of totality ran west 
to east from south of Portland, Oregon, cur- 
ving northeastward through Idaho, Mon- 
tana and North Dakota into Canada. On the 
morning of the eclipse, Ron, who owns a hot 
air balloon, took it to the path of totality, east 
of Portland. During the eclipse, he fed live 
reports back to KRAK on the Joey Mitchell 
Show between 7 a.m. and 9 a.m. Ron's 
reports were also aired on other affiliated 
broadcasting stations located in Seattle, 
Washington, Cincinatti, Ohio and White

vited listeners to write their wishes on a 3x5 
card and give them to him to carry in the 
balloon gondola. The wishes were 
delivered to Ron when he tethered the 
baloon, "Rainbow," in Sacramento, where 
listeners could see it before it took off for 
Oregon. 

BMI, Radio Committee 
Agree On New Rate 
NEW YORK - BMI and the All -Industry 
Radio Music License Committee have 
agreed on a new five-year blanket license 
rate. The agreement, retroactive to January 
1, 1979, is currently being mailed to the na- 
tion's radio stations. 

The new contract rate is 1.7% of net 
receipts, the same as the rate used during 
the previous contract until its final year 
when, under an experimental formula, it 
was changed to 1.64%. The optional stan- 
dard deduction has also been increased to 
17% from 15% (18% in the final year when 
the contract expires in 1983). In addition, 
the new agreement gives stations afull 15% 
deduction for advertising agency fees. 

A new per -program license form was 
also agreed upon and is available from BMI 
on request.

were not connected with the CBS -TV. Their 
videotape will be offered to all three net- 
works, as well as public television. Bruce 
Lundvall, president of CBS Records 
Division, said he hoped that the sale would 
offset the cost to CBS of Havana Jam, which 
he estimated at $300,000. 

While U.S. artists were not paid for per- 
forming in the festival, they will naturally re- 
ceive royalties from the albums that result 
from it. CBS is currently planning to re- 
lease a series of LPs recorded at the 
Havana Jam, including separate albums of 
Latin, jazz, and pop music. Lundvall said 
that the first LP in the series might ship as 
early as June. 

A fortaste of the music on these records 
will be offered to the American public on 
April 8, when portions of the Havana con- 
certs will be broadcast over some 250 radio 
stations on DIR's King Biscuit Hour. 

In addition, Irakere, the Cuban group 
that recently released their debut LP here 
on Columbia, is currently touring the U.S. 
with Stephen Stills. They will soon be in the 
studio to record their second album, and 
two members of Irakere, keyboardist 
Chucho Valdez and saxophonist Paquito 
D'Rivera, will wax solo LPs for Columbia, 
according to Lundvall. It is possible that 
there may be American sidemen on all 
three of these LPs. 

Enthusiastic Response 
Despite the excessive length of the con- 

certs at Havana's Karl Marx Theatre, which 
averaged five to six hours apiece, the over- 
all audience response was enthusiastic. 
The crowds that filled the 5,000 -seat venue 
included a wide range of age groups, with 
more young people present at the show 
featuring Billy Joel than at the previous two 
concerts. 

One factor in the positive response was 
the eagerness of the American performers 
to communicate with their audiences. A 
welcoming speech by Lundvall in Spanish 
and English set the tone, and most of the 
U.S. artists introduced at least some of their 
numbers in Spanish. Stills had even written 
a song in Spanish which he performed in 
his set. 

Not everyone in the audience was Cuban 
or American. There were also many 
Eastern Europeans, Russians and Afri- 
cans in attendance. Although every Cuban 
had access to concert tickets, the shows 
were not well -advertised, and a large per- 
centage of the tickets were made available 
to the public through trade organizations. 

According to Lundvall, the length of the 
concerts resulted from the demand of the 
Cuban government that there be an equal 
number of Cuban and American acts on the 
bill for each concert. In addition, the 
Cubans specifically asked that Billy Joel be 
included in the festival, but refused to in- 
vite Santana. They also wanted Earth, Wind 
and Fire to come. However, that group was 
already committed to a European tour at 
the same time. 

In other ways, the Cuban authorities 
were very cooperative, noted Lundvall. For 
example, they did not impose a midnight 
curfew, as they had planned, but allowed 
the concerts to go on until everyone was 
through. The government also supplied 
equipment and technicians to the video 
crew and allowed Americans attending the 
festival to wander around Havana at their 
own discretion. The combination of these 
things demonstrated the government's tol- 
erant attitude toward the entire event. 

"There was a tremendous musical spirit 
and a cooperative feeling," commented 
Lundvall. "They don't suppress arts here. 
Castro is very wise in encouraging the arts." 

There was some talk among the press 
that the Cuban government had dis- 
couraged Cuban and American musicians 
from jamming together. This rumor was 

fueled by the fact that a so called "jam ses- 
sion" on the afternoon preceding the sec- 
ond concert was in fact a showcase for 
Cuban groups, with only one American 
(Pete Rodriguez of the Fania All -Stars) 
sitting in. However, Lundvall denied that 
there was any truth to the rumors. He said 
that most of the U.S. artists had been busy 
doing sound checks when the "jam ses- 
sion" took place. 

In any case, a couple of jam sessions did 
take place in the concerts. A 15 -minute set 
by the Fania All -Stars with some Cuban 
musicians got the audience boogie-ing in 
the aisles, and Irakere also struck sparks 
with the American jazzmen at the end of 
their set. 

Future Signings? 
Besides Irakere, the only Cuban band in 

the festival that may soon get a U.S. record- 
ing contract is Orquesta Aragon, a sea- 
soned charanga group which recently per- 
formed in New York at Avery Fisher Hall. Al- 
though CBS recorded that concert, Lund- 
vall was uncertain about commercial 
prospects for Orquesta Aragon in the U.S. If 
CBS releases an album by the group, he in- 
dicated, it will probably be issued abroad. 

At the same time, though, it was ap- 
parent that CBS is interested in finding 
more Cuban talent that will have a broad 
appeal in America. One indication of this 
interest was the presence at the festival of 
Don Ellis, vice president of national A&R for 
Columbia, and several other A&R staffers, 
including Bert DeGoteaux and Mike 
Berniker, who supervised the recording of 
the concerts. 

Dr. George Butler, vice president of 
jazz/progressive A&R for Columbia, who 
acted as music director for the festival, said 
he was interested in "a number of groups 
I've seen in our stay here." In his view, the 
re -introduction of Cuban music in the U.S., 
where it exerted a strong influence on jazz 
in the 1940s, could change the whole con- 
temporary jazz scene. The fusion of the two 
types of music, he said, could produce 
"novel results." 

Butler expressed great admiration for 
Irakere. When he saw them last summer at 
the Newport Jazz Festival, he said, "they 
were a good group." But, in the past ten 
months, as a result of touring and hearing 
more American music, Butler felt the band 
has improved considerably. "They've re- 
fined what they're doing, and they have 
more confidence," he said, adding that they 
seemed to have added a gospel influence 
to their rich musical mix. 

Cuban Musical Potential 
Noting that Latin music rarely crosses 

over to a larger audience in the U.S., Butler 
said that jazz -inflected Cuban music might 
stand a better chance in the pop market. 
"Someone has to be innovative and do 
something that gets away from the con- 
stant, predictable pulse of Latin music," he 
said. 

He pointed out that a Cuban percussion 
group in the festival that included Les 
Papines "would be unique in the States 
right now." There is no U.S. act, he as- 
serted, that has two dozen percussion play- 
ers; furthermore, he said, "the least im- 
pressive player in that group would be out- 
standing in the States." 

Another possibility cited by Butler is an 
album featuring flutist Hubert Laws with 
Paquito D'Rivera, who doubles on flute in 
Irakere. However, he said, he has not 
spoken to either musician about the idea. 

"We are interested in establishing a 
musical rapport with musicians around the 
world," Butler remarked. "I think CBS is 
making the world smaller in terms of 
music." 

Will there be more international music 
festivals in Cuba? Butler's answer was yes. 
"I think this is just a beginning," he said.

Successful Jazz Retailing 
Requires Extensive Catalog

NEW YORK - "Sound jazz retailing means 
covering the basic requirements of your 
everyday record retail operation," stated 
Ira Sabin in Washington, D.C., "But you 
have to remember that there's also a dif- 
ference, because this is a specialized 
market." 

One of the foremost differences that af- 
fects jazz sales, according to leading 
retailers surveyed by Cash Box, is the 
necessity of having an extensive and well - 
stocked catalog. "You need to carry those 
old Louis Armstrongs and Count Basics," 
commented Jeff Atterton, assistant jazz 
buyer for the eight -store New York City - 
based King Karol chain. "The jazz con- 
sumer is an educated one, and he knows 
exactly what he wants. If you don't have that 
particular record, even though it may have 
been released 20 or even 30 years ago, 
then you're in big trouble with that 
customer." 

Joe Bressi, vice president of the 86 -store 
Stark/Camelot chain, echoed Atterton's 
remarks. "We try to maintain a good 
catalog on all our product," Bressi said, 
"but we recognize the particular impor- 
tance that catalog has in the area of jazz 
sales." Added Sabin, "The catalog is a fact 
of life for the jazz retailer. It's an absolutely 
essential part of our business." 

Small Labels Are Vital 
The jazz retailer also has to deal with 

small, independently distributed labels on 
a regular basis. Although various 
problems, such as ordering and deliveries, 
are usually inherent in this situation, most 
retailers praised the small labels. "They're 
a vital factor in my business," commented 
Bob Koester, owner of the two Jazz Record 
Mart stores in Chicago. "In fact," Koester 
continued, "I'm beginning to get ad dollars 
from these labels for the first time, and 
that's a healthy sign. In addition, the fact is 

that they're really necessary for anyone 
who wants to do any kind of business out- 
side the top -charted records." 

King Karol's Atterton noted that, while 
small labels "can cause problems," they 
have also accounted for a substantial sales 
increase in the last year. "Taken collec- 
tively." Atterton said, "these labels have 

Wansel Concert Is 
TSU Grand Prize 
LOS ANGELES - Tennessee State Univer- 
sity recently won a nation-wide college con- 
test which offered as grand prize a concert 
by the E/P/A artist of its choice. The stu- 
dent body of TSU selected Philadelphia In- 
ternational recording artist Dexter Wansel 
for the free performance. 

The aim of the contest, which was set up 
by Jim Tyrrell, vice president of marketing 
for E/P/A, and Josephine Bridges, an in- 
dependent consultant, was to increase 
awareness at the college level of develop- 
ing artists. Selected schools were sent 
packages of albums to use as give-aways 
on several different artists along with mini- 
bios on each. Students were also given 
jumbled pieces of information and forms 
and asked to place the correct artist with 
the pertinent information. TSU won on the 
basis of the largest number of correct 
replies. 

Commenting on the strategy behind the 
contest, Tyrrell said, "Three years ago, we 
broke Patti LaBelle through southern 
college promotion when there was 
seemingly no interest at radio and TSU's 
selection of Dexter Wansel seems to bear 
out what we've felt all along - that they 
have an ear and eye for these progressive 
artists." 

provided a market for fans seeking both 
mainstream and fringe music that just isn't 
available elsewhere. We've noticed that 
they did quite well in the last two years." 

Another distinctive problem for jazz 
retailers has traditionally been the 
availability of qualified personnel. Bressi 
lamented that "personnel has been one of 
our major shortcomings in the jazz field. 
Most of our clerks are young people, and, 
unfortunately, they generally are just not 
that familiar with the jazz catalog. 

Experienced jazz personnel, according 
to Sabin, has to be a "cornerstone" for a 

successful jazz retailer. "The chains have to 
treat their jazz section as they would their 
classical section. It's a specialized field, and 
the sales help simply have to know it well 
enough to be able to actually sell it." 

Inconsistent Airplay 
Jazz retailers also have to deal with cer- 

tain realities not shared by their rock coun- 
terparts. Radio play of jazz records, aside 
from a few charted songs by such artists as 
George Benson and Chuck Mangione, has 
remained inconsistent at best. Sabin noted 
that "people go into a record store to buy a 

hit record which they've heard on the radio. 
There's no question that jazz has to get 
more airplay to increase its sales. The print 
media is beginning to support jazz more 
with developments like Robert Palmer's 
column in Rolling Stone, and that creates 
an awareness. The perfect follow-through 
to satisfy that initial curiosity has to be radio 
play." 

Suffered In Comparison 

Merchandising is another area where 
jazz retailers have suffered in comparison 
to their rock and pop counterparts. Joe 
Bressi candidly admitted that in the 
Stark/Camelot stores,"there just isn't that 
much display space for jazz, because the 
space has to be related to volume." At 
Tower Records' Citrus Heights store in 

Sacramento, jazz buyer Kirk Watson com- 
plained that he has "not been able to get as 
much display material as I would like for 
various artists. The numbers we sell are 
certainly not as large as rock, but when we 
do need that often crucial display material, 
it's just available." 

On The Bright Side 

On the bright side of the jazz retailing pic- 
ture, however, are indications that jazz 
product has become a profitable staple at 
the large chain stores such as Stark/Cam- 
elot and Record Bar. Fred Traub, vice 
president of purchasing for the 72 -store 
Record Bar chain, stated, "We've noticed a 

significant upsurge in sales of economically 
priced jazz reissues. For jazz as a whole, 
we've been recording steady sales, and 
over the last several months, we've con- 
tinued to expand the number of our jazz or- 
ders." 

'Healthy Market' 
Bressi noted "a continual building of 

cross -over jazz in our stores, that has 
resulted, I think, in bringing in new jazz 
buyers from the ranks of pop fans." Bressi 
also pointed out that Stark/Camelot stores, 
which usually sell more rock, have begun to 
open up valuable in-store play time to jazz 
albums. Overall, according to Bressi, jazz 
has remained a "healthy and vital market." 

Older record buyers, according to 
Koester, have also contributed to jazz sales 
in the past year. "If more retailers realized 
the potential of the older jazz consumer," 
Koester said, "I think that would help to in- 
crease everybody's sales. These old cats 
know what kind of music they want, and if 
retailers give them a comfortable environ- 
ment in which to shop, they'll support that 
particular store."

Modern Country Radio Big, Bright And Booming In '79 
by Bob Campbell 

NASHVILLE - Is it not sweet? Country 
music has fooled everybody and 
blossomed into a huge, multi -million dollar 
business. Once sniffed at as "that ole 
hillbilly music," the country music industry 
is bulging at the seams and hell-bent on 
picking up even more chips in the market- 
place. 

Sociologists would have a field day ex- 
amining this American success story, but 
radio has played an immeasurable role in 
expanding the scope and magnitude of 
country music. 

Through the imagination and hard work 
of those involved in country radio, the 
music has progressed and is now being 
heard and appreciated in virtually every 
type of market in each section of the coun- 
try. Surveys indicate country radio listeners 
now encompass a virtual cross-section of 
people in America. And it wasn't too many 
years ago when many people would listen 
to a country station on their car radio, but 
turn it down at a stoplight so someone in a 
nearby car could not tell they were tuned in 
to country music. 

Change and growth have been slow, but 
the country radio business has boomed in 
the '70s. In 1961, a mere 81 stations 
programmed country music on a full-time 
basis. In 1969, country music was broad- 
cast regularly by 605 stations. But this year, 
more than 1250 stations will program coun- 
try music full-time. 

Sophistication has been accepted slowly 
by owners and operators of country sta- 
tions. For instance, precise research has 
been utilized only recently by most country 
radio stations. Chris Collier, program 
director of KCKN in Kansas City, Ka., 
recalls furious debates between program- 
mers at the early country radio seminars 
over programming by research or 
programming through "gut feel." Now, 
Collier says, the burning question at the 
past couple of radio seminars has revolved 
around which type of research is best. 
"Gut -feel" has been excised, for the most 
part, from programming language. 

But country radio had a rather in- 
auspicious beginning. It emerged quietly 
some 50 years ago in the dust and grit of the 

south. Country radio grew slowly and 
matured as America matured in the first 
half of this century. 

In 1922, the WBAP Barn Dance out of 
Fort Worth, Tx. entered the history books 
as the first radio broadcast of any form of 
country music.

the direction of Captain M.J. Bonner (who 
claimed to be a Confederate veteran). The 
same year. "Fiddlin' " John Carson led the 
WSB Barn Dance in Atlanta, Ga. 

Two barn dances, both of which endured 
and heavily influenced country music, went 
on the air in the mid -'20s. In November or 
December of 1924, the WLS National Barn 
Dance out of Chicago, Ill. hit the airways. 
The announcer was George D. Hay, the 
"solemn ole judge." And on Nov. 28, 1925, 
history was made when the Nashville WSM 
Barn Dance was broadcast for the first time. 

The barn dance was broadcast each 

Saturday night for three or four hours. The 
announcer was Hay, who had been hired 
from WSL. Hay was also the program direc- 
tor for WSM. According to legend, Hay 
used the term, "Grand Ole Opry," in an 
opening introduction one Saturday. The 
name has lasted since that night in 1927. 
The WLS Barn Dance shut its doors in 1960. 

In the late '20s, WVA out of Wheeling, 
West Va. first aired the Wheeling Jam- 
boree, which is still active. The Wheeling 
Jamboree reached most of the east coast, 
Canada and the maritimes. 

By the 1930s, barn dances prospered 
and sprouted like goat weeds across the 
country. During the middle of the decade, 
early morning and noon radio shows by in- 
dividual artists began to surface. In fact, by 
the end of the decade, these radio shows 
were the single most important aspect of a 
country artist's career. A singer would es- 
tablish a program in one locale, expose 
himself to the limit through area ap- 
pearances and his live show, then pick up 
and move to another area. This system of 
musical chairs was utilized by artists across 
the country. 

One exception was the late Jimmy 
Rodgers. Except for a short period of time 
early in his career, Rodgers was heard very 
little on the radio. 

Three important artists in the history of 
country music could be heard on radio dur- 
ing the 1930s - Tex Ritter, Gene Autry and 
Bob Wills. Ritter had moved from Texas to 
New York around 1930, and he had caught 
the ear of the town. Ritter recorded in New 
York, acted in plays and co -hosted the 
WHN Barn Dance, one of the most 
prestigious such dances in the country. 

From 1934 until 1942, Bob Wills and his 
Texas Playboys hosted a radio show on 
KVO out of Tulsa, Okla. 

Autry, a genuine legend whose influence 
touched every aspect of the entertainment 
business, began recording for Conqueror 
Records in 1930-31. His first radio show 
was sponsored by Conqueror and aired 
over WLS in 1931. Starting in 1939, Autry 
began hosting his famous "Melody Ranch" 
program, a live network show aired weekly 
out of Hollywood, Ca. which lasted until 
1957. Sponsored by Wrigley gum, the hour 

program was broadcast in the studio and 
many times on location across the country. 
During World War II, Autry was sworn into 
the Army -Air Corp while on the air. 

The '30s also saw- the birth of the in- 
famous Mexican border stations - power- 
ful, illegal radio stations located just across 
the Texas border in towns like Nuevo 
Laredo and Del Rio. These stations 
specialized in all-night programming of 
country and gospel music. And they 
saturated the airwaves with advertisements 
for outrageous products. A Dr. Brinkly, who 
had been convicted of false claims adver- 
tising (Dr. Brinkly once advertised goat 
glands as a cure for impotency) fled to Mex- 
ico in 1932 and set up XERA in Del Rio, a 
station which paved the way for other bor- 
der stations. Country acts such as the Car- 
ter Family appeared on these stations. 

Radio changed during the 1940s, partly 
because of World War II. Only three barn 

Red Sovine 
dances - the WLS National Barn Dance, 
the Wheeling Jamboree and the Grand Ole 
Opry - had survived by this time. The 
Opry, which broadcast for 30 minutes on 
network radio by now, had become the 
most popular barn dance in America. 

The Opry had also developed into a 
showcase for country entertainers. Regular 
Opry appearances were imperative for

country artists striving for stardom. And all- 
important country performers had their 
own radio shows. Eddy Arnold, Bill Monroe 
and Hank Williams were three of the top ar- 
tists with early morning or noon radio 
shows. 

Following World War II, a historic ad- 
vance occurred on country radio stations - 
the stations began playing records. For 
years, radio stations and records were felt 
to be in competition with one another. But a 

new era in radio had begun with the addi- 
tion of records in programming. 

In 1953, KDAV of Lubbock, Tx. became 
the first radio station in history to switch to 
an all -country format. And the '50s saw a 

subtle change affect country radio - more 
organization, playlists and survival against 
the rage of rock 'n' roll. 

Country radio came into sharp focus by 
the early '60s. Country stations began using 
consultants and patterning their formats af- 
ter rock stations. Joe Allison, a charter 
member of the Country DJ Association, a 

member of the Country Music DJ Hall of 
Fame and a former board member of the 
Country Music Association, was instrumen- 
tal in influencing the sophistication of coun- 
try radio. Allison was a consultant to two of 
the major stations that pioneered the switch 
to a modern format. In 1961, Allison worked 
with KSAY in San Francisco when the sta- 
tion updated its format, and in 1963, he 
consulted Seattle, Wa.'s KAYO. 

Shorter playlists, more sophisticated 

DJs and a more professional sales ap- 
proach were the prinicipal changes in 
country radio at this time. Allison said. This 
change of format introduced country music 
to metropolitan areas, and every major 
music market grew aware of country 
market. 

Allison added that up to the early '60s, 
DJs had maintained control over playlists. 
In fact, they were hired on their ability to 
pick records - to know a good record. But 
program directors began taking over the 
responsibility of screening and choosing 
playlists. 

After the social turbulence of the 1960s, 
American society seemed to calm down. 
The Vietnam conflict rolled to an abrupt 
halt, and Americans began to enjoy the 
fruits of a prosperous culture. But the 
waters surrounding country music and 
country radio were anything but calm. The 
boundaries of country music expanded, 
and people of all ages began to love what 
most of them once sneered. And radio was 
quick to expose modern country music to 
the masses. 

Conflict always accompanies change, 
and the early 1970s saw a serious divisior 
between those who welcomed the new 
sounds of country music and those who 
preferred traditional country music. And 
many in country radio saw the increasing 
use of technology as a threat to a cherished 
institution. 

But station owners began to recognize 
the potential of country radio as a mass - 

appeal format, and they hired intelligent, 
educated programmers like Ed Salamon of 
WHN in New York, who were schooled and 
experienced in the art of research. "Gut 
feelings" were not quite enough to probe 
the shifting tastes of American radio 
listeners. Salamon believes research is a 

significant influence on the recent success 
of country radio. 

"One of the things we have seen over the 
past few years is the emergence of 
research as a great tool in country radio," 
Salamon said. "I remember when I was at 
WEEP in Pittsburgh, we were probably the 
first country radio station to use research. 
That was before WMAZ was on the air and 
before WHN went country. At every 
seminar, research is a big subject. It's not 
significant only for research itself. The 
research thing is just indicative of country 
radio in the last five years and how it has 
been growing in terms of using all of the 
tools of radio. It used to be that certain 
things weren't done in country radio 
because it was done in AOR or rock. But I 

think right now, country radio is saying, 
'hey, we are talking to adults, the other sta- 
tions that talk to adults are using certain 
types of promotion.' See, there is no such 
thing as a specific promotion in country or a 

specific form of advertising. Anything that 
is good radio can also be good country 
radio. Using good radio techniques has 
grown up over the last few years in country 
radio." 

In the eyes of Salamon, country radio will 

continue to expand and develop new ideas 
and formats. In fact, he believes that the in- 
crease of competition in country radio will 
lead to a variety of formats. 

"Country radio is a less exclusive format 
than it used to be," Salamon said. "In most 
markets where there was one station in 

country, now there is competition, and 
competition usually leads to a difference in 
formats. One new thing emerging is the FM 
approach which is a more clustered music 
approach to country. It is far different than 
the AM approach. FM country radio has 
always sounded a lot like AM radio. What is 

evolving is a separate FM -type format. This 
is nothing to do with progressive country 
music, just a different way of presenting 
country music. 

"Country radio is going to fragment over 
the next few years," Salamon added. "We 
are going to see different types of formats 
within a market. Stations in different 
markets have always sounded different, 
but it has only been recently that stations in 
the same market have a different sound." 

A common observation today is that 
country radio is actually evolving into a 
MOR format, rather than country. But Chris 
Collier, program director at KCKN in 
Kansas City, feels that radio changes to 
meet new listening needs and to fill chang- 
ing voids. Country radio is simply filling a 
void. 

"Programming is not like sitting down 
and making up a set of rules," Collier said.

"What you do is look for voids. With the dis- 
appearance of top 40 radio, country moved 
in and filled that void. Right now, country 
radio is taking the place of a mass appeal 
radio. In a given market, you really only 
have two or three mass appeal formats, and 
country now happens to be one of those. 
Now, if another form of music, disco for ex- 
ample, comes in and takes over, what will 
country do? In my opinion, it will probably 
go in another direction, such as more 
traditional or whatever. As long as there is a 
void in the musicplace, I think country will 
continue in the direction of MOR. And as 
long as you have people buying country 
music the way that it is, you will have radio 
stations continuing to program the same 
kind of music." 

In addition, Collier said he believes the 
tastes of the public ultimately determine the 
course of radio formats. He does not try to 
force records on the public. 

"I don't think any radio station should try 
to tell the people what they should hear," 
Collier said. "A few stations have tried that, 
and they were unsuccessful. You can't dic- 
tate to the public their tastes. In a com- 
petitive situation with more than one station 
in the market, you have got to play what 
they want to hear. I rely heavily on sales 
reports, music research, market research 
and the trades to tell me what the people 

are into. 
"I watch for trends," Collier added. "I 

watch the people to see where they are go- 
ing because I have got to be there ahead of 
them. Otherwise, I lose. The people dictate 
to me what I play, but that does not mean if I 

get 10 calls on a song, I am going to play it. 
have certain perimeters. Within those 
perimeters. I am going to try and guide the 
station where the people are. Just because 
I get 50 calls for the Bee Gees, I am not go- 
ing to play the Bee Gees. I have a country 
station. That is my perimeter." 

Music is emotional. As a result, the tide of 
public listening whims and tastes can shift 
at a given moment. Radio is a business and 
obviously must meet the public's needs in 

order to survive. Country radio will 
probably continue to expand and "fill 
voids," but it is subject to the public mood, 
which is fickle in this age of media overkill 
and instant stardom. 

But country music and country radio 
have made their mark and earned their 
stripes. The 1980s will bring new 
challenges and opportunities, and the next 
issue may well be just how far the 
perimeters of country radio can be expan- 
ded and still be considered remotely coun- 
try. A complete loss of identity could hurt 
country radio. But all signs at this point in- 
dicate country radio is alive, well and 
geared for a prosperous future.

bullet (which it has retained ever since) and 
jumped to #166. Now in its 14th week on the 
album chart, the LPcontinued to climb ever 
since. 

Though programmers continued to play 
various cuts from the album, "Sultans of 
Swing" was selected as the 45 and on 
february 3 it debuted at #61 bullet on the 
Cash Box singles chart. The single con- 
tinued to retain its bullet, and five weeks 
later rose to its current position with help 
from active Top 40 play. 

The importance of FM airplay in breaking 
the album can be evaluated by tracking the 
pattern of radio activity on the Cash Box 
Top FM rotation. On December 9, a week 
before the album debuted on the charts, 
"Dire Straits" was the #30 most played LP at 
reporting FM stations. The week the album 
made the charts, it was the 29th most re- 
quested disc on the FM level. Eight weeks 
later, it reached the #3 position on the FM 
rotation, and the following week was the #1 
most played album. It has now held that 

Corea Forms New 
Management Co. 
LOS ANGELES - Jazz artist Chick Corea 
has formed a new management company, 
Artists International, which has assumed 
management of his career and that of 
several other new and established music 
artists. Principals in the organization in ad- 
dition to Corea are Martin Samuels, who 
will act as president of the new company, 
and Paolo Lionni, vice president in charge 
of artist management and special projects. 

In addition to Corea. Artists International 
will be headlining the careers of 
singer/songwriter Gayle Moran, Columbia 
group Return To Forever, producer Mike 
Campbell, composer -pianist Mike Garson 
and classical pianists Cyprien Katsaris and 
Istvan Nadas. 

Corea and Samuels co-founded Artists 
International in mid -1978. Samuels, a 

longtime associate of Coreas, has 
relocated to Los Angeles from Oregon 
where he is also the director of the Delphian 
Foundation, a school and educational 
research institution. Lionni, formerly a 

publisher, has been an administrative con- 
sultant to Corea for two of the five years he 
has worked with Samuels. 

"I've had a longstanding dream," ex- 
plains Corea, "of being able to deliver to ar- 
tists a quality of management equal to their 
art. Now after eight years of developing this 
idea through various formations, I have put 
together, with the help of some very 
creative administrators, Artists Inter- 
national." 

position for the past five weeks. 
Another interesting facet of the group's 

rise from obscurity was documented on 

January 20 when the album generated 
enough sales to lead to the LP's classifica- 
tion as Cash Box's top album breakout of 
the week. 

'Timing' 
To solidify the group's market base, 

Dennis' office coordinated a series of 
national time buys in the FM markets where 
stations were reporting the most activity. 
And as the programming of "Sultans of 
Swing" increased on the AM band, ads 
were eventually placed in Top 40 markets 
as well. Discounting the importance of print 
ads in the promotion of the group, Dennis 
said that the company wanted to "assault 
the ears" instead. 

"There's really no way for us to break a 
record simply by plotting an advertising or 
merchandising campaign," Dennis said. 
"Those plans are best achieved when 
they're time based on what's happening in 
the marketplace. We like to think we have 
the best timing of all. For instance, you can 
advertise too soon, but that's as useless as 
advertising too late." 

Asked to explain Dire Straits' popular 
success, Jerry Wexler, who produced the 
group's forthcoming LP (tentatively titled 
"Communique") with Barry Beckett, ex- 
plained that "it's very hard to elucidate 
because of its originality. The band takes a 
disciplined and understated approach, and 
yet the music still falls within the purview of 
rock and roll."

rose 43%. Profits for the RCA Record and 
Tape Club, according to the report, clim- 
bed 43%, as sales volume rose 38%. 

New highs were also reported by RCA 
Records foreign operations, which netted a 
33% profit rise and a 19% sales increase. 

Edgar H. Griffiths, president and chief 
executive officer at RCA Corporation, 
characterized the record company's 1978 
financial performance as a"quantum leap," 
adding that RCA Records "has begun ex- 
panding aggressively in a rapidly growing 
worldwide industry that passed $6 billion in 
sales in 1978." 

In addition, RCA Corporation reported a 
record net profit of $278 million in 1978, an 
increase of 13% over the 1977 figure of 
$247 million. Sales for the giant con- 
glomerate also reached a record high of 
$6.6 billion, a 12% increase over sales of 
$5.9 billion in 1977.

Labels Prepare Campaigns 
For Host Of Spring Releases 

by Jennifer Bohler 
NASHVILLE - RCA, Elektra/Asylum and 
CBS are planning extensive promotional 
campaigns for their roster of country 
product spring releases while other labels 
are leaning toward individual artist - 
oriented promotions. 

Framed around a sports theme and 
tagged "Country's Winning Team," RCA 
kicked off its promotional drive March 1. 

More than a year in planning, the merchan- 
dising push will utilize a widevariety of retail 
display items featuring RCA Nashville ar- 
tists and the "Country's Winning Team" 
slogan. Contest -style promotions designed 
to involve both industry and consumer 
levels will be employed by RCA. Sporting 
goods prizes will be awarded for out- 
standing achievements by the RCA sales 
force and in the retail -level contests. 

RCA division vice president Joe Galante 
(merchandising, Nashville), director of 
country sales Dave Wheeler and director of 
national accounts Larry Gallagher spent 
three weeks talking with accounts, branch 
managers and regional sales managers ex- 
plaining the program and setting the 
machinery into motion for what is expected 
to be the most successful effort ever under- 
taken by the Nashville team and RCA, A&M 
and associated labels. 

Dealer Incentives 
Slated to run from March 1 -April 20, the 

program will serve both merchandising and 
artist development functions by including 
extra dealer incentives on new and 
developing artists as well as best sellers. 
Employing massive advertising and 
promotional campaigns, extra product dis- 
counts and product dating, the "Country's 
Winning Team" program will include new 
album releases by Dolly Parton, Ronnie 
Milsap, Waylon Jennings, Dave & Sugar, 
Jim Ed Brown & Helen Cornelius, Charley 
Pride, Tom T. Hall, Jerry Reed, Gary 
Stewart, Chet Atkins, Razzy Bailey, Willie 
Nelson, Hank Snow, Floyd Cramer, Porter 
Wagoner, Dottsy, Eddy Arnold and Jim 
Reeves, as well as RCA catalog offerings. 

Elektra/Asylum's campaign will follow 
much the same lines as RCA's, with exten- 
sive promotion backing a host of spring 
product releases. E/A plans to enlist the aid 
of image ads, as well as individual artist 
promotion. Marketing strategy will be set 
up in much the same manner, with in- 
stitutional mobiles advertising the label, 
and the various artists whose albums are 
released during the campaign. 

Slated to be caught in the big spring 
boost are albums by Jerry Lee Lewis, Susie 
Allanson,Vern Gosdin. Wood Newton, 
Tommy Overstreet, Eddie Rabbitt, Stella 
Parton, Bobby Braddock, Hargus Robbins 
and Hank Williams Jr. 

CBS is gearing its marketing strategy 
toward a more tailor -cut individualized ar- 
tist promotional campaign. With four 
Albums slated for a spring release - Janie 
Fricke, Lynn Anderson, David Allan Coe 
and Johnny Duncan - the label is planning 
promotional strategy around coordinated 
campaigns of personal and television ap- 
pearances and touring. 

Anderson Campaign 
One of the more extensive campaigns 

will follow the release of Lynn Anderson's 
"Outlaw Is Just A State Of Mind" LP. This 
latest release is a step towards a new image 
for the singer. The album is flavored with 
contemporary songs a la Anderson, with an 
upbeat country sound. The LP graphics are 
designed to emphasize Anderson's image 
change, and CBS is planning an intense 
merchandising campaign centered around 
these graphics. 

The merger of ABC and MCA has not af- 
fected intended ABC country releases at 
all, according to Jim Fogelsong, president 
of ABC, Nashville. The label plans to 
release an Oak Ridge Boys LP to coincide 
with their major tour with Kenny Rogers in 
March and April. Until the merger is com- 
plete. however no special spring promotion 
wrapped around any one particular album 
has been planned by either ABC or MCA. 

Mercury is also opting for individualized 
campaigns centered around three March 
releases; The Statler Brothers, Glenn Sut- 
ton and Ray Price. Spring will host one 
country release for United Artists, a Billy Jo 
Spears LP in April. 

The Warner Brothers Spring package 
will include releases from Con Hunley (just 
released), Emmylou Harris and Rex Allen, 
Jr. Like most of the other labels, Warner 
Brothers is planning individualized artist 
promotion campaigns. 

Jennings Signs 
New RCA Contract 
NASHVILLE - Jerry Bradley, RCA division 
vice president, Nashville, officially announ- 
ced last week the re-signing of Waylon Jen- 
nings to the label for a long-term recording 
contract as earlier reported. (Cash Box, 
March 3, 1979) 

"Waylon Jennings is the leader of a new 
spirit in the music industry," Bradley said. 
"He is one of a very few unique artists 
whose appeal to many segments of the 
market make them trend setters. We are 
obviously extremely pleased to know that 
RCA will be Waylon's record label for many 
more years." 

Jennings is currently mastering an 
album due for release in late March or early 
April. He has recorded for RCA since 1965.

Ray Whitley, 77, 
Dies In Mexico 
NASHVILLE - Ray Whitley, a legendary 
western music singer and composer died 
on Feb. 21 while on a fishing trip to Mexico. 
Whitley, who had suffered from health 
problems in recent years was 77. 

When Whitley was a singing cowboy star 
of the movies, he became a close friend of 
Gene Autry and in 1938 wrote Gene's 
classic theme song, "Back in the Saddle 
Again." Other hits from Ray's pen include "I 
Hang My Head and Cry," "Lonely River," 
and "Ages and Ages Ago" (all Autry hits, 
co -written with Fred Rose). Whitley also 
wrote "I've Lived a Lifetime For You," made 
popular by Elton Britt and co -written by Ray 
and Elmer Newman. 

As a western singer and versatile stage 
entertainer, Whitley had few equals. At one 
time he was second only to Tex Ritter in 

number of personal appearances. Whitley 
is well remembered too from recordings, 
radio and television, appearing on top 
shows such as the Eddie Cantor, Fred Allen 
and Kate Smith programs, and frequently 
on the Grand Ole Opry. He performed with 
Gene Autry and Roy Rogers at many cham- 
pionship rodeos. Whitley also managed the 
Sons of the Pioneers and Jimmy Wakely. 

Besides singing, Whitley was a fine musi- 
cian and formed one of the best western 
swing dance bands, the "Rhythm 
Wranglers." He designed the SJ-200 guitar 
series for the Gibson guitar company, 
which became the country music world's 
premier guitar in the 1940s and '50s 

Ray is survived by his wife of 56 years, 
Kay, and three daughters Claire, Dolores, 
and Judy.

Complete with a horn sec- 
tion and tight rhythmic production, this LP contains knockout 
versions of "You've Still Got A Place In My Heart," "Weekend 
Friend" and "That's All That Matters To Me."

Senator Byrd Visits Hall Of Fame 
NASHVILLE - When U.S. Senate Majority 
Leader Robert C. Byrd toured the Country 
Music Hall of Fame and Museum recently, 
he left behind two special reminders of his 
visit: a copy of his first record album, and 
the red vest that is his trademark in live 
music shows. 

The West Virginia senator, who is the first 
U.S. senator to record a nationally - 
distributed music album, gave the museum 
an autographed copy of his old-time and 
bluegrass album, "Mountain Fiddler," in a 

ceremony in the Foundation's library and 
media center. 

Performs On Opry 
Byrd followed the presentation with a 

half-hour live performance of several songs 
from his album, including "Cripple Creek," 
"Will the Circle Be Unbroken" and "There's 
More Pretty Girls Than One." During his 
visit to Nashville, Sen. Byrd also performed 
on the Grand Ole Opry, which was televised 
live on PBS television. 

Prior to his library performance, Byrd 
toured the Foundation's Hall of Fame and 
Museum at 4 Music Square East in 
Nashville, guided by Frank Jones, the 
Foundation's chairman of the board, and 
William Ivey, the Foundation's director. 

"I really am overwhelmed by this mar- 
velous facility you have here," Byrd told a 

gathering of old-time musicians and foun- 
dation personnel at his album presentation. 
"You have much to be proud of. As long as 
we preserve this kind of heritage, America 
will continue to be the land of the free and 
the home of the brave."

Country Music's Hall Of Fame And 
Museum Enjoyed Banner Year In 1978 
NASHVILLE - The Country Music Founda- 
tion's Hall of Fame and Museum enjoyed a 

banner year in 1978, as paid attendance for 
the attraction broke the half -million mark 
for the first time in its 11 -year history. 

The Hall of Fame and Museum drew 
556,095 visitors in 1978. That figure is up 15 
percent from 1977's total of 483,895. 

The Country Music Foundation's other 
major attraction, Studio B (formerly RCA 
Studio B, located two blocks from the Hall 
of Fame Museum), drew 78,315 paid 
customers in 1978, its first full year of 
operation. 

The Legendary Studio 
Studio B, a 16 -track facility still used as a 

recording studio by major labels in its off - 
hours, hosted sessions by Elvis Presley, 
Eddy Arnold, Chet Atkins, and Jim Reeves 
in its years as a full-time active studio. Stars 
such as Jim Ed Brown, Jerry Reed, and 
Dickey Lee still record there. 

The foundation's Hall of Fame and 

Museum, which opened in April 1967, drew 
as many customers in 1978 as it did in its 
first three and a half years of operation. 

"In a year when other attractions in the 
Nashville area have shown little or no in- 
crease in their attendance, our museum 
and Studio B have shown strong increases 
over the past year's attendance figures," 
says Mrs. Emmasue Lambrecht, the Coun- 
try Music Foundation's head of group sales 
and marketing. 

"We've increased our ad campaign, and 
we've enjoyed great TV exposure within the 
past year," Mrs. Labrecht added. Various 
syndicated TV shows and specials in 1978 
focused on the Country Music Foundation 
and its attractions or used them as 
backdrops for segments of their shows, in- 
cluding Good Morning America, Today, 
ABC's Wide World of Sports, the Country 
Music Association's annual awards show, 
an Alan King special, plus segments filmed 
by TV crews from Japan and Britain's BBC. 
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LATIN 
LAPIN BEAT 

It's too bad that many male musicians 
have a low opinion of their female counter- 
parts, but then Latin Fever might never 
have been created if it were any different 
and that would really be too bad. 

The 13 young, energetic women that 
make up the salsa/disco band Latin Fever 
may not have a lock on the dynamics that 
make Latin music so exciting, but there's 
something spicy in the salsa they play that 
appears to be their's alone. 

And maybe that's because they are 
women, adding a special touch to some- 
thing the way women have a way of doing. 

If they relied solely on the novelty of 
being an all -female band, they wouldn't last 
two minutes in the industry, although the 
novelty may have something to do with 
some of their bookings. 

When they play though, the audiences 
sense a uniqueness in their music, not their 
sex. 

They also have Rita Harlow of West 
Brighton as their manager, one of the hard- 
est working professionals in the field, man 
or woman. 

In a little more than a year, Ms. Harlow 
took a clever idea and fashioned it into 
dedicated groups of professional musi- 
cians. who actually demonstrate a quiet 
fever in their style. 

Admittedly, they are still coming to- 
gether as a unit. With 13 musicians, includ- 
ing three singers, it's next to impossible to 
keep a tight rein on everything. Only oc- 
casionally, however, does Ms. Harlow have 
personnel problems. After an extensive re- 
organization of the musicians about six 
months ago, virtually every member is pre- 
sently still with the group. 

Latin Fever is most capable when play- 
ing salsa, although they play disco and 
rhythm and blues decently enough to get 
by. 

Latin Fever 
But the intricacies of Latin harmonics 

and melodies seem to provide an outlet for 
that something special and, strangely 
enough, only several of them have a Latin 
heritage. The others comprise of mini- 
version of international ethnicity. 

The fact that some never played Latin 
music until joining Latin Fever and are now 
doing so with apparent ease, hints at their 
professionalism. 

"Latin tunes were very hard for me at 
first," guitarist Beverly Phillips said. "I 
wasn't used to all the different rhythms." 

She added she now enjoys playing Latin 
music, especially learning what can be 
done within its framework, which is entirely 
different from jazz or rock. 

"I'm professional enough in this busi- 
ness to know what the people want to see 
and will pay for," Ms. Harlow said. "There 
are certain things I want to see and have." 

Her discerning eye and ear have paid off 
in some respects. 

Latin Fever already has an album on the 
primo Latin label, Fania, and there is 

hushed talk of another on a different label 
soon. They were selected to appear in a 

movie as a band playing in Central Park 
during a chase scene in "Night of the 
Juggler" starring James Brolin and 
Richard Castellano and at a Latin festival in 

Madison Square Garden recently, Tito 
Puente made a point of praising their 
talents. 

Not a little of that talent comes from the 
vocal chords of Nancy O'Neill, of whom no 
fault can be found. Her voice is exceptional 
and goes without strain to wherever she 
wishes to take it. 

If Latin Fever stays together through the 
rough and tumble world of professional 
music, there's no doubt that the heights 
they reach will be astounding. 

On stage Latin Fever is commanding, not 
only because every guy (and woman) in the 
audience is curious about an all -female 
band, but also because Ms. Harlow doesn't 
just toss them up there and let them loose. 

Their costumes are usually handmade 
and pleasantly uniform; the music stands 
add an exactness to a display of profes- 
sionalism and they are larger than the usual 
eight or 10 -piece Latin band. 

Before they have played the first number, 
the stage is surrounded by men and women 
yearning for a closer look and by the end of 
the third number, the audience is hooked. 
They're really good! 

That wouldn't come as too much of a sur- 
prise if it was known in advance that many 
of the musicians do a lot of studio work, or 
have come from bands like Electric Light 
Orchestra, Isis, or Chic. 

Internationally known singer Rafi Pagan 
and Delores Martes, wife of the famous 
member of the Jacksons-Tito Jackson, will 
be special guests of honor at Fashion Spec- 
tacular, the benefit fashion show featuring 
designs by Sylvia Gonzales for the Bilin- 
gual Foundation of the Arts. Ms. Gonzales' 
designs are currently being displayed at 
Floruccl of Beverly Hills. 

The Bilingual Foundation of the Arts is a 

non-profit Latino theatre organization 
which will make it possible to present thea- 
tre to the Spanish sur -name population in 

the Los Angeles area. 
The show will feature entertainment by 

the Ben Conga Quintet with Rosemaria 
Marquez, belly dancing and aspecial guest 
appearance by Carman Zapata. 

The benefit will be presented at the Abu 
Nawas Supper Nightclub at 1633 N. Vine. 

Fania News: Pete "El Conde" Rodriquez 
will be one of the stars of the Hospital 
Workers benefit show set for Avery Fisher 
Hall on Sunday, March 18. Pete will be 
appearing along with Harry Belafonte. 

Larry Harlow and his orchestra will head 
for San Francisco and Los Angeles in mid - 
March for an appearance at Caesar's in

Canada, U.K. Markets Hit By 
Rising Impact Of Disco Music 
Canadian Disco 
Scene Breaks Out 
Of Montreal Area 

by Kirk LaPointe 
TORONTO - As in the United States, disco 
is proving itself to be a phenomenon that 
can no longer be ignored in Canada. While 
the popularity of disco has in the past been 
largely limited to Montreal, the rest of the 
country is now being hit by music industry 
disco marketing and promotional cam- 
paigns. 

The fact that disco thrives in Canada is it- 
self not a startling revelation. To some ex- 
tent, the country has followed cultural 
developments of its neighbor to the south. 
And, the proliferation of disco successes 
there during the past two or three years has 
greatly influenced the tastes of Canadian 
music listeners. 

Yet until recently, disco was not an in- 
tegral part of Canadian radio programm- 
ing. There was no video disco launching 
pad through television. Indeed, there had 
never been a disco concert appearance 
outside of a handful of shows in Montreal. 

1978 may not have been the year of the 
disco boom in Canada, but it was most cer- 
tainly a year in which vital industry progres- 
sion was made. Now, a nationwide disco 
television show, the first all -disco radio sta- 
tion and an increase in the number of tour- 
ing disco artists, is making Canada a viable 
market for the genre. 

Disco TV, Radio Growing 
Jim McKenna, producer of CTV's Down- 

right Disco, says the show's rating are con- 
sistently growing. At CHIC radio in 
Brampton (a suburb of Toronto), manage- 
ment is predicting sizable leaps in the rat- 
ings for the station. And at Concert Produc- 
tions International (the country's largest 
concert promoter), successful Donna Sum- 
mer shows and planned engagements by 
Village People in the spring, point to further 
major concert appearances in Canada. 

"No doubt about it, we're spending much 
more time developing our disco rosters in 
this country," says WEA executive vice 
president Ross Reynolds. CBS' new direc- 
tor of artist development, Terry McGee, 
concurs, adding, "To a large extent, radio 
was rather reluctant to program disco up 
until a year or so ago. Now, on any given 
week, seven out of the ten top -selling 
singles may be disco or disco -oriented 
songs that cross over successfully to pop 
formats. With programmers relenting, and

Disco Booms In 
England Despite 
Marginal Airplay 

by Nick Underwood 
LONDON - In popular music, the '70s has 
spawned two major new movements: disco 
and new wave/punk. Disco music has 
clearly established itself more firmly on a 
global basis, and its growth and impact has 
also been widely felt in the United Kingdom. 

In an exclusive interview with Britain's 
top radio disco disc jobkey, Greg Edwards, 
Cash Box examines the development and 
future potential of disco music in the U.K. 

During the early '70s as a label manager 
at CBS, Edwards was responsible for form- 
ing and developing the soul/disco 
Philadelphia International label in the U.K. 
Edwards found that the main difficulties in 
trying to establish Philadelphia Inn in the 
beginning was a lack of positive radio and 
discotheque response. 

Few Discos Around 
"In the early '70s. it was very difficult to 

establish our label's music because there 
were so few discos around," explained 
Edwards. "The dance clubs that had 
flourished in the '60s had by now fallen 
apart, and the ones remaining were very 
scared of attracting black audiences 
because they felt it would breed violence. 
The only successful discos were the gay 
ones; all of the others had gone out of 
business. 

"It was during this period the gay revolu- 
tion was happening and the gay discos 
were thriving," added Edwards. "I believe 
that the gay discos played a key role in 
keeping soul/disco dance music alive in the 
early '70s. The gay influence is one of the 
main factors why disco and soul eventually 
began to merge and break artists like 
Donna Summer and Barry White." 

While Edwards was still involved with 
CBS he also began radio work with BBC -TV 
and Radio One. Eventually, five years ago 
he was given his own Saturday night, three- 
hour show on London's Capital radio, one 
of the first UK commercial stations. 

Disco Evolves 
During the mid '70s the U.K. disco scene 

evolved radically. The more intense 
synthesizer -laden disco sound developed, 
breaking away from the lighter, soul - 
oriented sound which had been around 
since the '60s. The disco movement was ex- 
panding at a rapid pace and was beginning 
to be felt nationwide. Not only were the 
already established disco artists such as

the Three Degrees, Donna Summer and 
Barry White faring well, but also an abun- 
dance of new talent emerged on record, 
such as Creative Source, Hamilton Bohan- 
non, KC & the Sunshine Band, and Gloria 
Gaynor, to name but a few. And like 
Edwards, whose weekly three-hour show 
gained top listener ratings in the greater 
London area (nine million), hundreds of 
club and disco DJs throughout the country 
moved into the new disco direction. 

"The whole disco thing kept on going 
because there was enough plain, good, 
easy free -style disco music coming out of 
the industry," said Edwards. "I made sure 
that whenever I heard something that I 

thought stood a good chance of making the 
charts, I always programmed it. Finally, I 

changed my show to out-and-out disco. At 
about this time, discos were beginning to 
increase in popularity and really start kick- 
ing off. Then along came the Bee Gees and 
"Saturday Night Fever" and the whole disco 
scene started to explode." 

Impact of 'Fever' 
Edwards feels that the main develop- 

ment which resulted from the "Fever" 
phenomenon was to increase the U.K. radio 
programmers' awareness towards disco. 
Due to "Fever's" impact, disco almost over- 
night became recognized and respected in 
the U.K. as a major new entertainment 
force. The gates have now been opened, 
but according to Edwards, the battle for 
more disco radio in the U.K. has only just 
begun. 

"The radio stations here still will not 
program the pure disco records. They get 
away with it by playing things like 'Fever,' a 
nice easy get -out. Stations will play 
anything that's bland, acceptable and easy. 
They will never stick their necks out and 
take a chance. And now, when other disco 
records make the charts, their attitude is 
one of surprise. They get away with it and 
then feel they can play the stuff because 
enough people are buying them. If it was 
not for all the disco jocks, half the new disco 
records would never see the light of day on 
the charts." 

Good Label Response 
Despite the prevailing cautious, luke- 

warm, response to disco music from the 
radio stations, record companies on the 
other hand have been quick to respond to 
escalating demand for disco product. "The 
record companies are much better now. 
They all decided almost a year ago that 
there were fortunes to be made out of the 
discos and they now release the product." 

Future prospects for the UK disco in- 
dustry depend, according to Edwards, on 
the strength of the middle market'. "Until 
club managers and club owners change 
their attitude, they are going to find the 
whole thing falling apart. Because what you 
have here in this country are two types of 
situations. You have gay clubs, and then 

you have the exclusive upper income 
bracket clubs. Now, the bulk of the middle 
market have nothing. Nobody is catering to 
this middle audience, which is the largest. 
Until this bulk market is taken care of the 
whole disco thing is going to fall apart here 
because the people don't have anywhere to 
go.' 

Radio Barrier 
In addition, Edwards asserts that a 

barrier which could affect the future 
prospects of disco music is U.K. radio. 
"The only major problem we have in this 
country concerning the disco boom is the 
radio. Programmers have got to move 
more towards the music. They are 
gradually playing more disco, but they're 
still scared. If they don't (program more 
disco) I foresee a kind of revolution in radio 
like we had in the '60s, with pirate radio sta- 
tions springing up. Only this time it won't be 
rock, but in the name of disco music."

Ultravox, in town to play the Edge for 
three nights, has entirely severed relations 
with Island U.K., journeying to North 
America with little tour support, as a ven- 
ture on its own.

Atlantic's Jimmie Mack sets a realistic 
goal for 1979: "I want a million people to 
find out about my music." Mack is on the 
road, with a second album that has ironed 
out some of the rough production edges 
that kept the first from achieving its deser- 
ved success ... While consumer 
magazines remain as scarce as ever, the 
CHUM -financed New Music magazine is 
faring reasonably well. Plans are underfoot 
for another high -profile magazine, with 
strong new wave emphasis, by June ... 
Gordon Lightfoot is in Toronto for the Juno 
festivities, then opening his week -plus stint 
at Massey Hall, a Toronto tradition of sorts. 
This year, for the first in memory, Lightfoot 
will have an opening act, Capitol's Colleen 
Peterson. kirk lapointe

accepting disco as viable music, we now 
have a springboard to launch disco in this 
country. We're still far from where we 
should be. I think consumers still want 
more disco than radio is willing to give 
them, but we're making strides. And, as 
things loosen up, we can concentrate on in- 
creased disco artist development." 

Small Labels Flourish 
The larger disco labels have not entirely 

cornered the market, however. As has been 
the case in the U.S., left -field hits have been 
able to surface in this country. While Chic's 
"Le Freak" has emerged as the largest - 
selling single of all-time in Canada, smaller 
labels like Quality have been able to deliver 
gold albums for "In the Bush" by Musique, 
as well as develop wide -spanning careers 
for Chanson, Samantha Sang and Amii 
Stewart through licensing arrangements. 

Polygram has been at the forefront of 
disco/pop crossover, retaining the RSO 
label in the country through licensing, 
whose "Saturday Night Fever" soundtrack

has become the best-selling album of all- 
time in this country, while the Bee Gees and 
Yvonne Elliman have, among others, gar- 
nered impressive sales marks. The label 
shipped "Spirits Having Flown," the new 
Bee Gees disc, triple platinum. 

RCA has been particularly aggressive in 
developing a strong domestic disco roster, 
riding high lately with Alma Faye Brooks, 
nominated for the second year in a row as 
Most Promising Female Vocalist at the 
Juno music awards, slated for mid -March. 

Raes Breaking Out 
A&M has the biggest Canadian disco 

band at this time, the Raes. The band's 
"Give A Little Lovin' " album is currently 
achieving promising sales and programm- 
ing plateaus within Canada and abroad. 

GRT, through licensing arrangements 
with ABC and other labels, has been able to 
earn consistent sales marks in this coun- 
try, while London Records has produced 
Claudja Barry in this country, while working 
its disco roster more strongly.

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CLASSICAL CLIPS 
NEW YORK - Beverly Sills, who is about to 
become director of the New York City 
Opera, will receive the Recording Industry 
Association of America's 11th Annual 
Cultural Award at a dinner on March 20 at 
the Washington Hilton. She is being 
honored, not only as a great opera singer, 
but also for her efforts to secure greater 
governmental support of the arts. At- 
tending the dinner will be approximately 1,- 
000 guests, including record industry ex- 
ecutives and members of Congress, the 
Carter administration and various Federal 
agencies . 

NEW CLASSICAL DIVISION - 
Polygram Corp. has combined the Philips 
and DG organizations in the U.S. into a new 
operating division called Classics Inter- 
national. The division will be directed by 
Jim Frey, vice president and general 
manager, and M. Scott Mampe, vice presi- 
dent. Frey previously headed the American 
DG operation within Polydor, Inc., while 
Mampe led Philips as part of Phonogram 
Inc./Mercury. Steve Salmonsohn will serve 
as financial administrator for Classics Inter- 
national, in addition to his duties as vice 
president of finance for Polydor. 

Frey emphasized that both Philips and 
DG will maintain their separate artistic 
identities. The formation of Classics Inter- 
national, he said, is purely an ad- 
ministrative move. "By uniting the talented 
staffs of both labels," he explained, "we will 
greatly enhance the marketing and sales of 
each, and provide improved service to our 
customers. 

"Apart from substantially strengthening 
our market position, Classics International 
represents a major commitment by 
Polygram to support classical music in the 
U.S., and we fully expect this unique 
organization to become the major force in 
the U.S. classical music market." 

Both DG and Philips import all of their 
records from Europe. List price on their 
full -line albums is $8.98, one dollar more 
than the list price carried by classical 
records on major U.S. labels. 

`STATE-OF-THE-ART' CASSETTES - 
The sound quality of pre-recorded cassette 
tapes has made major strides forward in re- 
cent years. But still, some people are not 
satisfied. To help satisfy the demand for 
better quality cassettes, In Sync 
Laboratories, Inc. is putting out a series of 
cassettes which, it is claimed, have a larger 

frequency range and dynamic range and 
less distortion than one finds on conven- 
tional cassette tapes. 

The programming comes from Con- 
noisseur Society, Inc., which has licensed a 

number of catalog items to In Sync. The first 
cassette release, listing for $12.98, includes 
25 Connoisseur recordings. Among them 
are Jean-Philippe Bollard's traversal of the 
complete Rachmaninoff concertos, as well 
as albums by Lionel Rogg, Ivan Moravec, 
Wanda Wilkomirska, Jean Martinon, and 
Michael Boroff. 

NEW ORCHESTRA - The Orchestra of 
the 20th Century, an offshoot of Arthur 
Weisberg's Contemporary Chamber En- 
semble, makes its debut at Carnegie Hall 
on March 20. Although there is another 
similar group in New York called the 
American Composers Orchestra, the 
Orchestra of the 20th Century claims to be 
the only full orchestra in America that is en- 
tirely devoted to music of this century. In- 
terestingly, the program of the first concert 
is fairly conservative, featuring works by 
Elliot Carter, Luciano Berlo, Edgar Varese 
and Igor Stravinsky, all well-known 
"names." The only new work on the 
program is Berio's "Sinfonia" for eight 
voices and orchestra, which will be receiv- 
ing its New York premiere at the concert .. . 

ODDS 'N' ENDS - The Metropolitan 
Opera will present four new productions 
during the 1979-80 season. They are: 
Mozart's "The Abduction from the 
Seraglio," Kurt Weill's "The Rise and Fall of 
the City of Mahogonny," Verdi's "Un Ballo 
in Maschera," and Puccini's "Manon 
Lescaut." Operas slated for new produc-

This four -record set gives a good overview of the late 
organist's recording career. He made a diverse group of 
albums, ranging from such chestnuts as Bach's Toccata in D 
Minor and Passacaglia in C minor to more rarely heard works 
like Widor's Toccata in F major and Walter Piston's "Prelude 
and Allegro for Organ and Strings." The eccentric Biggs also 
performed Joplin on the pedal harpsichord and Sousa on the 
organ. Altogether, this is an estimable collection, even if the 
pieces on each disc don't always mesh. 

VERUCCIO BUSONI: The Six Sonatinas for Piano. Paul

While not very innovative, Busoni's sonatinas are highly 
rewarding to listen to.

LOS ANGELES - AMOA hit another legal 
snag recently in its effort to eliminate last 
year's directive from the Copyright Royalty 
Tribunal requiring jukebox owners to file 
yearly location lists of all registered 
machines. 

Two weeks ago in Washington, D.C., U.S. 
District Court Judge Aubrey E. Robinson 
ruled against the AMOA's complaint con- 
cerning the directive, citing that the 
Copyright Royalty Tribunal has been gran- 
ted the authority to settle any copyright dis- 
putes by Congress, thus allowing it to solicit 
the annual lists.

Richland, Wash. -based Holosonics ac- 
quired Meadows last Sept. 1 from former 
president and sole owner, Harry Kurek, in 
exchange for cash and stock in Holo- 
sonics. "We have made a commitment to 
the games industry and will stay with it," ac- 
cording to Cravens. He added that the fac- 
tory will begin shipping a new game, "Grid- 
iron," within the next few weeks. 

Before joining Meadows, Jacobs, 33, 
was vice president of marketing for Exidy. 
Prior to that he was director of European 
sales for Chicago Dynamic Industries. He 
also spent eight years in the distributing 
business, first as general manager of a fac- 
tory -owned branch of the Wurlitzer Co. and 
later as president of an independent firm.

plaint, which was initiated last September 
when the directive was issued. 

The AMOA contests the directive on 
grounds that such a ruling would cause a 

clerical mire, burdening them with ad- 
ditional paperwork, and encroaching on 
private records. In addition, the Tribunal 
also states that operators must now file 
changes in the number of machines at their 
locations as well as the lists. 

Appeal Planned 
An appeal is already being planned by 

the AMOA on the ruling and many of the 
over -5000 "outlaw" operators around the 
country, who have not registered their 
machines with the Tribunal, are expected to 
keep a close eye on legal developments. 
Though neither the Tribunal nor the 
Copyright Office have the power to enforce 
such a directive, there is the possibility that 
non-AMOA may start registering their 
jukeboxes with the Tribunal, should the 
case be finally settled in the Tribunal's 
favor. 

In other legal news concerning jukebox 
owners, both ASCAP and BMI have 
reached settlements with those jukebox 

owners who failed to purchase $8 stickers 
for their boxes from the Copyright Office. 
The stickers are a requirement for owners 
under a 1976 copyright law.

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Managers Optimistic In Wake Of MCA's Purchase Of ABC

enthusiasm and total commitment, I'm sure 
it will make all the difference in the world to 
Poco." 

Hartmann says he got a taste of MCA's 
commitment to Poco on the day the sale 
was finalized. After coming to an impasse 
with ABC over tour support for the band's 
upcoming series of club dates, he ap- 
proached MCA president Bob Siner with 
the problem. 

"I told Bob Siner on Monday (March 5) 
that we urgently needed an advance to 
launch the tour," recalls Hartmann. "The 
next day we showed up over at MCA and 
met with all the department heads to 
discuss figures, breakdowns and strategy 
for the tour. 

"They agreed on immediate funds to 
move forward with the tour, but when we 
received the check it was for enough to 
finance the whole thing. To me that showed 
they are sincere and really believe in Poco." 

Hartmann also praised the efforts of 
MCA's promotion staff. "When we went 
over to MCA, I told Larry King (vice presi- 
dent of promotion) about five stations that 
hadn't gone on Poco's single, and by the 
time we left the building, he had picked up 
two of the stations. That really knocked me 

out," he says. 
Hartmann isn't alone in his enthusiasm 

for the change in labels. Personal 
managers representing other best-selling 
ABC acts- including the Crusaders, Rufus 
and Jimmy Buffet - were similarly im- 
pressed with the smoothness with which 
MCA handled the transition. 

"I'm looking forward to working with 
MCA," says George Greif, manager of the 
Crusaders. "They have some dynamite 
people and I'm going to support them all 
the way. It's great to know that with the MCA 
branch system you don't have to worry 
about getting paid or having your records in 
the market." 

Crusaders LP Ready 
Greif says he has already met with Bob 

Siner to discuss marketing plans for the 
Crusaders' next album, "Street Life," which 
should be out in April. "They have proven 
that they know how to sell records," says 
Greif, "and so I was pleased when he 
(Siner) added some things to the campaign 
that had been planned for the Crusaders' 
new album." 

Mark Hartley of Fitzgerald/Hartley, 
managers of Rufus, feels confident that 
MCA will be able to enhance the momen- 
tum of the group's "Numbers" LP, which

operations have been merged under ABC 
division head Jim Fogelsong. 

MCA Records currently has about 80 
employees, according to label president 
Bob Siner, who said as a result of the ABC 
acquisition "we may go to a maximum of 
perhaps 110." 

Roster Evaluated 
As for the ABC artist roster, which in- 

cludes about 65 to 70 acts, Siner said: "All 
contracts currently in force have been 
assigned to MCA. Each act will be 
evaluated based on credibility, growth 
potential and viability in the marketplace. 

"They (ABC) obviously have a lot of 
talent, and I think that with the kind of staff 
we've developed over the past couple of 
months and the combining of the rosters, 
you are right now looking at a major entity in 

the record business." 
Siner also said MCA plans to honor all 

campaign commitments made to ABC ar- 
tists, including press parties and tour sup- 
port. "We've revised some of their 
marketing plans," he said, "and most of the 
managers I've talked to have been amazed 
at the improvement." (See separate story 
page 7.) 

Al Bergamo, president of MCA Dis- 
tributing Corp., said a major merchandis- 

ing and advertising effort is being mounted 
on behalf of ABC product already in the 
field. "As of Monday (March 5), what we've 
done is take the hit records - Rufus, Poco, 
Amazing Rhythm Aces, things we're con- 
cerned about losing - and treat them as if 

they were new releases. We're putting 
together complete marketing plans, in- 
cluding some free goods, on each of the 
albums." 

MCA has taken over ABC headquarters 
on Beverly Boulevard, which until comple- 
tion of the sale housed more than 100 em- 
ployees. In all, it is estimated that perhaps 
as many as 250 may be out of work as a 

result of the merger. Meanwhile, MCA ex- 
ecutives are continuing to interview former 
ABC staffers to fill positions at MCA. 

ABC, which became a west coast based 
label in 1970 under former Dunhill Records 
head Jay Lasker, had a $28 million 
operating loss in 1977, the last full year that 
totals have been released. Despite 
previous staff cutbacks and a switch from 
branch of independent distribution last 
summer, ABC was unable to turn its 
records division around. The label repor- 
tedly had been up for sale for some time 
prior to reaching an agreement with MCA.

"You can cover more 
bases with a sophisticated distribution 
system like MCA's," he says. "So in the 
long -run, I feel the change will be beneficial 
to the artists." 

At Irving Azoff's Front Line Management, 
which handles Jimmy Buffett, Larry Solters 
says he was "very impressed with the 
smoothness of the transition." He also says 

MCA helped him out of a jam by securing 
press tickets for Buffet's March 10 concert 
at Anaheim Convention Center. 

"With the Buffett concert only a few days 
away, we were stuck in the middle when the 
ABC deal came down," he says. "Concerts 
West hadn't been paid for the press and 
radio tickets that were set aside for the 
show, and MCA did a great job in making 
sure this was taken care of."

the trio continued to enjoy extensive R&B 
and pop success, writing hits for Freda 
Payne, Honeycone, the Chairmen Of The 
Board and General Johnson. 

It was during his five-year co -ownership 
of Invictus that Dozier revived his interest in 

singing and becoming a solo artist. "At In- 
victus, I got the fever again to be a singer," 
said Dozier. "I recorded a song at the label 
called "Why Can't We Be Lovers" that did 
very well, and gave me the confidence to 
wholeheartedly pursue a singing career. 

Back into The Spotlight 
"Brian, Eddie and I had formed Invictus 

after leaving Motown, and we enjoyed 
about five successful years at the label," 
added Dozier. "But being a behind -the - 
scenes record executive wasn't exactly my 
cup of tea, and I really wanted to get back 
into singing, so I did." 

Dozier decided to leave Invictus and con- 
clude his association with the Hollands in 

1972. He moved away from his hometown 

Detroit, opting for the more hectic, com- 
petitive atmosphere of Los Angeles, where 
he signed a recording deal with ABC. 
Dozier recorded two albums for ABC which 
garnered substantial R&B success before 
joining his present label, Warner Bros., in 
the mid '70s. 

Now with his third Warner Bros. album, 
'Bittersweet,' Dozier has created an upbeat, 
predominantly disco -flavored effort which 
marks a shift in direction for Dozier, who in 
the past has mostly sung romantic ballads. 

"On my earlier albums I performed 
mostly ballads and love songs, but on the 
new LP I do a lot of disco tunes," stated 
Dozier. "I do have ballads on "Bittersweet," 
but there's more of a rock or dance/disco 
edge to the album. My producer Frank 
Wilson felt it was time for me to move into 
different styles as an artist, so we came up 
with this new approach. I really love perfor- 
ming disco music, and I think the album 
came off really well."
