Disco Merchandising Poses 
New Problems For Dealers 

by Leo Sacks and Peter Hartz 
The explosion of disco music has 

created a revolution at the retail level, and 
dealers are looking at new ways to 
capitalize on the boom. In the first of a two- 
part series, Cash Box examines some of 
the problems retailers currently face in the 
merchandising of disco. 
NEW YORK - The volatility of disco 
product and the mercurial tastes of the 
disco audience are forcing retailers to take 
new approaches to merchandising disco 
product. Among the most significant of 
these steps is an increased emphasis on in- 
store play. At the same time, retailers are 
leaning on local disco pools and indepen- 
dent DJs for up-to-date information so that 
they can stay ahead of the market. 

Meanwhile, some dealers contend, the 
labels are not getting disco product to them 
as fast as they should. They are also dis-

promotional 12 -inch records at the retail 
level. In addition, the retailers complain 
that, while they are serviced with normal 
display materials such as posters, stan- 
dups and mobiles, these aids are not in- 
novative enough for the disco audience. 

Lou Fogelman, president of the 18 -store, 
Los Angeles -based Music Plus chain, es- 
timated that he loses sales of 1,000 units 
each week due to the unavailability of 
product. "Disco is so big in the east that 
many times the companies will ship their 
entire quantities there," he said. "It's left me

Cap -EMI Revamps Domestic 
Group, Zimmermann Upped 
LOS ANGELES - Capitol Records presi- 
dent Don Zimmermann has been named 
president, Capitol/EMI America/United Ar- 
tists Records Group in a major restructur- 
ing of EMI's North American music opera- 
tions that also includes the merger of EMI 
America and Liberty/United (United Ar- 
tists) Records under president Jim Mazza. 

"What we now have is two labels under 
one record company," explains Mazza. "A 
lot of companies have done this in the past, 
Elektra/Asylum for example, keeping both 
labels active under one management team 
and promotion organization. 

"This is the best system for retaining as 
many talented people as possible, rather 
than just wiping out the company com- 
pletely," adds Mazza. "EMI America's 
seven or eight acts will be consolidated with 
the United Artists roster, which will remain 
basically intact, in terms of overall opera- 
tions. They may not all get the priority thrust 
we were able to provide before, but our 
newfound ability to use all in-house 
facilities as part of a broader marketing 
thrust with more support functions will give 
artists a better opportunity with this com- 
pany." 

The combined EMI America -UA opera- 
tion will be housed in Liberty/United's 
headquarters on Sunset Boulevard in 
Hollywood. Don Grierson, vice president of 
A&R for EMI -America, will head up A&R for 
both labels. Also under the merger, Charles 
Minor, formerly of UA, becomes vice presi- 
dent of promotion; and from Capitol 
Records, Mark Levinson and Joseph 
Petrone become vice president of business 
affairs and marketing, respectively. 

J.J. Jordan, national promotion director 
for EMI America, has resigned in the wake 
of the merger. 

Two Plans Set In Meets To 
Amend Communications Act 

by Joanne Ostrow 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - Two differing ap- 
proaches to amending the 1934 Com- 
munications Act emerged from the Senate 
Communications Subcommittee this week, 
one introduced by Chairman Ernest Holl- 
ings (D-S.C.) and another by minority 
members Sens. Barry Goldwater (R -Ariz.) 
and Harrison Schmitt (R-N.H.). The House 
Communications Subcommittee's rewrite 
proposals are expected to be unveiled next 
week by Rep. Lionel Van Deerlin (D -Calif.). 

The crux of the Hollings measure is a 

spectrum fee for all commercial broad- 
casters and indefinite licenses for radio. 
The fee for radio stations would be worked 
out individually, based on the highest spot 
rate, not to exceed 10% of the station's pre- 
tax profits and in most cases far less. Radio 
would be required to raise $3 million an- 
nually - television broadcasters would be 
responsible for $77 million annually. 

While they would be awarded licenses in 
perpetuity (instead of the current three- 
year term), radio broadcasters would be 
subject to annual random audits of 5% of 
the 8700 station licenses, under the Holl- 
ings plan. The measure, co-authored by 
Sens. Howard Cannon (D-Nev.) and Ted 
Stevens (D -Alaska), notes that radio could 
be granted "additional deregulation" in the 
future if the "public trusteeship" is main- 
tained. 

Minority Members' Plan 
Republican members of the Senate Sub- 

committee offered a separate proposal for 
amending the 1934 Act. A major difference 
is the basis on which license fees should be 
established. Sen. Goldwater's proposed 

legislation would set fees relative to the cost 
of regulation, rather than based on the 
scarcity value of the spectrum as in the 
Hollings plan. 

While Goldwater said an effort was made 
to get the two proposals together in one 
bipartisan bill, it was unsuccessful. The 
Hollings proposal is "wrong as a matter of 
policy and may even be of dubious con -

CBS Expects Decline 
In First Qtr. Profits 
NEW YORK - CBS Inc. expects first quar- 
ter earnings for the corporation to drop bet- 
ween 40% and 50% from last year's first 
quarter net income of $33.7 million, ac- 
cording to John D. Backe, president of 
CBS, Inc. 

Backe singled out CBS Records while 
discussing the corporation's first quarter 
decline. Recalling his speech before 
security analysts in mid -February, Backe 
said, "I noted that the key unknown was the 
impact of factors affecting CBS Records in 
the first quarter. Since then, there has been 
a marked deterioration in that situation due 
to sluggish conditions throughout the 
industry." 

Backe also explained that CBS Records 
had been "adversely affected by the small 
number of new releases by our own labels 
and by other record labels for which we 
manufacture, resulting in a significant profit 
decline." 

However, Backe added that CBS "ex- 
pects the recorded music situation to im- 
prove in the second quarter as both we and 
.the industry will be releasing a substantial 
number of new albums by major artists." In- 
cluded among the CBS -distributed artists 
named by Backe were Paul McCartney, 
James Taylor, Earth, Wind & Fire, Lou 
Rawls, Meat Loaf, Electric Light Orchestra, 
Ted Nugent, Kansas and Aerosmith.

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RCA -Millennium 
Distribution Pact 
Is Now A Reality 
NEW YORK - RCA Records and Millen- 
nium Records have completed a long-term, 
worldwide distribution deal. 

Although no artist signings have yet been 
concluded, Millennium president Jimmy 
Lenner said he expected the label's first 
product under the new distribution pact to 
ship in the latter part of April or early May. 
By that time, he added, "three or four" 
Millennium artists will be in the studio. 
Altogether, he anticipates signing about six 
acts within the next year. 

Until recently, Millennium was dis- 
tributed through Casablanca Records, and 
some former Millennium acts, including 
Meco and Brooklyn Dreams, are now with 
Casablanca. According to Lenner, Millen- 
nium is still "financially" involved with these 
artists, but none of them is affected by his 
label's current arrangement with RCA. 

Recalling his earlier relationship with 
Casablanca, Lenner said that Millennium 
had been set up to be an "alternative within 
the structure" of Casablanca, but that it had 
been put in a position of "releasing in bet- 
ween the successes" of the larger label. 

RCA's strong backing of Millennium was 
symbolized by the presence of Robert 
Summer, president of RCA Records, at a 

press conference to announce the new 
pact. Summer recalled that RCA had en- 
tered into an agreement with Millennium for 
international distribution a couple of years 
ago, when he was division vice president of 
RCA International. He noted that Meco's 
"Star Wars" LP on Millennium had been a 

great success overseas and a "financial 
bonanza" for RCA. He termed the current 
agreement "a new beginning point where 
RCA begins again with Millennium 
Records, this time on a worldwide basis." 

New staff appointments at Millennium 
will be announced soon, said Lenner.

Theme Song 
The theme song of this year's show will 

be the current hit "I Will Survive," sung by 
Gloria Gaynor and re -written specially for 
the telethon by Dino Fekaris, co -writer of 
the original version, and played intermit- 
tently during the 20 -hour long program. 
Among the other unique musical highlights 
of the show will be a performance by singer 
Frankie Valli, accompanied by a deaf 
pianist. 

Some of the top recording artists already 
set to perform on the telethon include: 
Donna Summer, the Beach Boys, Stevie 
Nicks of Fleetwood Mac, the Village People, 
A Taste Of Honey, Peter Allen and Brooklyn 
Dreams, with many more still to be announ- 
ced.

Hearing Set For 
ABC Returns Case 
LOS ANGELES - Federal Judge Robert 
Porter in Dallas, Texas has set March 21 as 
the hearing date on a motion for a tem- 
porary restraining order that would enjoin 
MCA Distributing Corp. from refusing to ac- 
cept ABC Records returns directly from 
wholesalers and retailers. 

The motion, brought on behalf of nine 
former ABC Records independent dis- 
tributors, follows an antitrust complaint 
filed by the indies on March 5, charging 
ABC Records and MCA Distributing Corp. 
with unfair competition, breach of contract 
and interference with prospective business 
advantage. 

Stemming from the recent takeover of 
ABC by MCA, the suit alleges that MCA 
breached the traditional industry practice 
by forcing ABC Records returns to be 
routed through the indies, rather than ac- 
cepting them directly. 

The indies - Big State, Dallas; H.W. 
Daily, Houston; Music City, Nashville; 
Hotline, Memphis; Western Merchan- 
disers; Progress, Cleveland and Chicago; 
Universal, Philadelphia; Music Trend, 
Detroit, and All South, New Orleans - con- 
tend further that they are being asked to 
take a double loss because of MCA's 
alleged policy. 

According to the suit, the companies first 
assumed deficit responsibility for returns in 
late 1977, when ABC closed down most of 
its branches and gave the line to indepen- 
dents. Now, the indies claim they must 
credit their accounts at the dealer price 
while MCA wants to reimburse them at the 
lower distributor price. 

The suit also claims that the indies' 
customers are withholding payment of ac- 
counts receivables until they are certain of 
getting full credit for their returns. This 
gives MCA Distributing Corp. an unfair 
business advantage, the suit contends. 

As a result of the ABC -MCA move, the in - 
dies are claiming more than $400,000 in 
losses and damaged relations with their 
customers. 

From a letter mailed Feb. 22 to ABC dis- 
tributors, MCA's position appears to be that 
it will accept returns either from former 
ABC distributors or directly from dealers - 
but credit will only be given at the price paid 
by the distributors. 

Klenfner Leaves 
Atlantic Records 
NEW YORK - Michael Klenfner has left At- 
lantic Records. The label had no comment 
on his departure. 

Klenfner was senior vice president and 
executive assistant to the president of At- 
lantic, Jerry Greenberg. He assumed that 
post upon joining Atlantic in April, 1977. 
Previously, he had been vice president of 
promotion and artist management for 
Arista Records. 

Klenfner declined to comment on the 
reasons for his separation from Atlantic. 

Natalie Cole is a true star. If there is any 
doubt, just take a stroll down the Walk of 
Fame in Hollywood and stop outside the 
Capitol Records Tower to find that Ms. Cole 
occupies "star" #1703. As for her qualifica- 
tions for that prestigious award, she is a 
three -time Grammy winner and holder of 
three platinum and four gold albums. 

However, Cole's career didn't always 
appear so promising. At one time, promot- 
ers unfairly tried to cash in on her father's 
reputation by billing her as Natalie "Queen" 
Cole and critics once said she sounded too 
similiar to Aretha Franklin. The record buy- 
ing public, though, clearly saw that she was 
a distinctive R&B/pop stylist in her own 
right, and boosted her heavenward toward 
star stature. 

With the recent release of "I Love You 
So," her sixth LP on the Capitol label, Cole's 
star should continue to remain in as- 
cension, as the single, "Please Stand By," is 
already moving up on R&B lists. 

Cole, managed by Kevin Hunter, also ap- 
pears to be expanding her songwriting 
talents on the new album, as two of the nine 
tracks are self -penned and one was co - 
written with Marvin Yancy. The LP was co - 
produced by longtime associates Charles 
Jackson and Gene Barge, in addition to 
Yancy.

Voyage 
The French group Voyage (pronounced 

Voy-ajh) has been one of the prime expo- 
nents of the highly influential 'Eurodisco" 
movement that has helped to spark 
America's own obsession with disco. The 
group first began recording together in 
September, 1977, but the original mem- 
bers, keyboard player Marc Chantereau, 
drummer Pierre Alain Dahan, and guitarist 
Slim Pezin, have been working together as 
studio musicians in Paris for the last ten 
years. 

"We played with everybody who came to 
Paris to record," Dahan recalls, "including 
Johnny Halliday and Claude Francois. For 
the most part, we listened to American 
music and played R&B and jazz." When 
asked how the musicians gravitated to 
disco, Dahan replied, "I think it is a very 
progressive step from R&B to disco. It is 
very logical, no?" 

As the disco wave swept across Europe, 
Chantereau, Dahan, and Pezin were en- 
couraged to strike out on their own by their 
long-time friend, producer Roger Tokarz. 
"He was very important in getting the group 
started," said Dahan. "He always said we 
can do it ourselves, and he wanted to hear 
us play our own music." 

Finally, in 1977, the musicians took time 
off from studio commitments and began to 
experiment with their own ideas. Tokarz 
liked what he heard, and offered to produce 
the group. "It has been a collaboration 
more than anything else," offered Dahan. 
"We work together on everything. Roger 
understands our music and he has ideas of 
his own, too. It is a good partnership." 

Tokarz mixed the group's first album, 
"Voyage" at the Trident studios in London. 
Soon after it was released on the Sirocco 
label in France, and almost immediately 
became a major disco record in clubs all 
over Europe, with the "East/West" cut 
getting especially strong play. The import 
copy began to sell strongly as a disco cult 
item in the United States, and soon TK 
Records picked up American distribution 
rights for the album. 

After the success of Voyage's first album, 
the group decided that a female lead singer 
should be added to their next album, and 
they began a talent hunt that took them all 
over Europe. In London, a friend of Tokarz' 
introduced them to Sylvia Mason, whom 
they heard in a nightclub and on tapes. "We 
were impressed by the freshness of her 
voice," recalled Dahan. "We saw so many 
singers who were so monotonous, but her 
voice, and her personality, were really ex- 
citing to us." 

Mason joined the group, and is 
prominently featured on Voyage's second 
TK/Marlin album, "Fly Away," which has 
made a considerable impact on the pop 
charts in both the United States and 
Europe. On "Souvenirs," in fact, Mason is 

backed by no less than thirteen other 
vocalists, who help to create the dense, 
lush sound that has become the group's 
trademark. 

John Conlee 
When he was in the fourth grade, John 

Conlee learned "Love Me Tender" and 
sang it before his class mates, an experi- 
ence which trained Conlee's sights on sing- 
ing as a career. However, a few minor dis- 
tractions such as school, farming, morti- 
cian work and a long stint as a rock DJ 
came between John and his goal. 

But last year, a country song, "Rose 
Colored Glasses," written and recorded by 
Conlee, caught the listening ear of America 
and another "overnight" success story was 
born. As a follow-up, the 32 -year -old Con - 
lee recorded "Lady, Lay Down," which hit 
the #1 spot on the Cash Box Country 
Singles chart last fall. 

His debut album, "John Conlee," has 
charted well, and a current single, "Back- 
side of 30," is moving up the Cash Box 
Singles chart. 

About four years ago, Conlee began writ- 
ing tunes and pitching them around Nash- 
ville to producers, publishers and anybody 
who would listen. At the same time, he was 
working the early morning show at WLAC. 
Through WLAC's Dick Kent (now Conlee's 
manager), Conlee met then -ABC Nashville 
president Jim Fogelsong, who took a seri- 
ous interest in Conlee. 

Fogelsong encouraged Conlee to con- 
tinue writing and singing and finally signed 
him as an artist. Conlee recorded a single 
or two, but not much happened until "Rose 
Colored Glasses" took off last summer. All 
along, Conlee said, he had been pushing 
his songs as a vehicle for exposing his 
voice. 

"In my spare time, I went around pitch- 
ing songs to everybody," said Conlee, who 
patiently plots his new career as an artist. 
"Not too much was happening song -wise, 
but people were asking who the singer was 
on the tapes. I never mentioned it was me 
singing unless somebody asked me, but 
that was one of the main reasons for pitch- 
ing the tapes. 

"I like writing, but singing is my main 
trip," Conlee added. "I could go months 
without writing. I don't write unless I get a 
real urge. By writing, however, it was a good 
opportunity to play tunes and meet people 
who could offer me a singing contract." 

Conlee, whose rich, strong voice has 
been compared to both Merle Haggard and 
Lefty Frizell, wastes no words on two points: 
he goes on stage to sing, not jump up and 
down, and he considers himself a country 
artist, period. 

"I have my own style on stage," Conlee 
said. "I don't wear rhinestones, tell one-lin- 
ers or do two-steps. I sing songs like I was in 
a living room at parties. I am comfortable on 
stage and try to make everyone else com- 
fortable." 

"If somebody walked in right now and 
said, 'I can make you a pop star,' I'd thank 
'em and tell 'em to move along," Conlee told 
Chicago Tribune columnist Jack Hurst last 
fall. "You can't count on pop. It's nothing to 
have two, three or four hits in pop and never 
be heard of again. There's more longevity in 

country, and I want to establish myself 
there. 

Henderson Combines Artist, 
Producer Roles In One Career

LOS ANGELES - To Wayne Henderson, 
an award -winning trombonist, producer 
and founding member of the Crusaders, 
music is, as it has always been, melody, 
harmony and rhythm. After more than 25 
years of making music, Henderson is still 
passionate about playing the best he can 
and cultivating the best in others. 

"As long as I live and breathe, I know I will 
always play," says an upbeat Henderson. 
"And my interest in producing grew out of 
my love of playing and my desire to help 
other musicians develop their skills." 

In a recent Cash Box Jazz special 
(3/3/79), Henderson was named #1 trom- 
bonist and #3 producer of the year. While 
accolades are not unusual in Henderson's 
career, the recognition of his dual talents is 
the basis for an appreciation of his beginn- 
ings and maturation. 

"I am impetuous and positive thinking," 
says Henderson. "Years ago with the 
Crusaders, I was responsible for the group 
dropping the label 'jazz.' On 'Old Socks, 
New Shoes,' I played drums and Wilton 
Felder brought his bass and we made the 
Crusaders' first fusion album. The stigma of 
jazz as a technical music had to be 
removed. Music must be palatable." 

'At Home' 
Making music that is progressive yet 

palatable has been a long-time avocation 
for Henderson. After 20 years with the 
Crusaders, traveling throughout the U.S. 
and the world on concert tours, Henderson 
felt he needed a change. With a wife and 
children at home, Henderson wanted to 
remain musically active without sacrificing

his home life. As a result, he formed At 
Home Productions. 

Before actually opening the doors of At 
Home in 1974, Henderson had offered the 
groups Side Effect and Pleasure, as well as 
Ronnie Laws, to the Crusaders for produc- 
tion. The group declined the offer because 
of a tight touring schedule. Convinced of 
their talent, Henderson shopped around 
before Ralph Kaffel of Fantasy Records 
decided to sign both Side Effect and 
Pleasure. To date, Henderson has 
produced artists for Fantasy, ABC, Capitol, 
Polydor, Mercury, Columbia, Blue Note 
and United Artists. 

"I wanted to build a place for musicians 
to play and produce. When I started the 
company, I was mother, father, sister and 
brother. I did everything. That's when I 

picked up the name 'Big Daddy.' 
"Originally, I started producing name 

acts. However, the acts would tell me what

MCA's Layton Putting Market 
Research Information To Use 

by Joey Berlin 
LOS ANGELES - "The record industry is 
too sophisticated to spend the kind of 
money we throw around without proper re- 
search. The more information a company 
has the stronger it is, so MCA Records is 
going to start using the information we 
have." 

That's how Stan Layton, MCA Records 
vice president of marketing, perceives the 
role of the label's new market research 
department. The department currently has 
two full-time staffers, but Layton indicates 
that number will soon increase, especially 
in light of MCA's recent annexation of ABC 
Records. 

"We're trying to uncover the relation- 
ship between charts and sales," explains 
Layton. "How do charts motivate radio? 
How long is a song on the air before the 
consumer is motivated to buy it? Why do 
stations add records? What happens when 
an artist goes out on tour? When do racks 
decide to stock records? 

"Research answers these kinds of ques- 
tions. It tells us where the best ad buys are 
and which stations to promote most 
heavily. We've had the information all 
along, there were IBM runs floating around, 
but people didn't understand them. Now 
we're putting the info to use." 

Layton believes the key to successfully 
operating a record company is knowing 
how many records to put out and when. By 
carefully examining and juxtaposing data 
at the label's disposal - including sales 
figures, station adds, media reaction and 
tour schedules - the market research 
department supplies top management with 
detailed examinations of past trends that 
are used to more accurately predict how 
product will be, or is being, received. 

"We want to avoid killing records by 
flooding the market," says Layton. "If a re- 

tailer has a huge supply of an album he may 
not see the movement on a portion of that 
supply and may not report sales that would 
look stronger if he didn't have so many on 
hand. This industry has gotten hung up on 
how many records go out looking for those 
gold and platinum certifications, but that 
has lead to an incredibly high return rate on 
product. 

"The industry return rate is about 35 per- 
cent or better right now, and that's horri- 
ble. That's why MCA ships fewer records 
than most labels. Dealers should never be 
understocked, but they should never be 
overstocked either. But the way things go 
now, it's almost impossible to know how 
many of your records are selling through 
anyway." 

Bar Coding 
Layton sees bar coding as an inevitable 

advance for the record industry which will 
enable retailers, distributors and manu- 
facturers to know exactly how many 
records are being sold. As national sales 
director at Chrysalis Records, Layton was 
instrumental in making that label one of the 
first to use the bar coding symbol, the uni- 
versal product code, on its albums. 

"If the manufacturer has a way of 
knowing exactly how much a record is 
selling, he can avoid the ridiculous over - 
shipments that are now rampant," notes 
Layton. "And bar coding also identifies the 
label and type of record and gives ac- 
curate ordering, inventory, return, sales 
and royalty information, too. Each label has 
its own code now, and all they do is con- 
fuse the retailer. 

"But bar coding is something the 
industry has to agree on. It's up to NARM or 
the RIAA to give us these controls. But it's 
clearly inevitable," summarizes Layton. 
"How much longer can we put off knowing

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EXECUTIVES ON THE MOVE 
Conglomerate Growth Limit 
Supported By 
LOS ANGELES - In testimony before the 
Senate Committee on the Judiciary two 
weeks ago, Federal Trade Commission 
chairman Michael Pertschuk recommen- 
ded legislation to limit the growth of con- 
glomerates through merger. Pertschuk 
pointed out that the "cap and spin-off" 
proposal of the Commission's staff may be 
a viable legislative option, as it would per- 
mit certain large conglomerates to make 
those acquisitions not already prohibited 
under antitrust laws. However, the proposal 
stipulates that such firms must divest or 
spin-off workable business operations 
holding assets comparable in size to those 
acquired. 

Mergers 
Noting that the number of announcea 

mergers valued at $100 million or more has 
increased from 41 in 1977 to 80 in 1978, 
with a total value last year of more than $21 
billion, Pertschuk felt that the proposal 
would restrict the largest firms' growth 
while, at the same time, allowing those 

FTC Chairman 
mergers deemed "beneficial" to take place. 
In addition to the nation's concern over "the 
excessive concentrations of social, political 
or economic power" created by the grow- 
ing number of larger mergers, Pertschuk 
cited the fact that many of these mergers 
would divert much of the capital "which 
may have been available for more produc- 
tive job -creating investment in new plants 
and equipment. 

Written statements were also presented 
to the committee by Alfred F. Dougherty, 
Jr., director of the Commission's Bureau of 
Competition, and William S. Comanor, 
director of the Commission's Bureau of 
Economics. Backing up Pertschuk's 
recommendation, Dougherty's statement 
contained a proposed amendment to Sec- 
tion 7 of the Clayton Act with the inclusion of 
the "cap and spin-off" approach. Comanor 
also praised the proposal, indicating that it 

would provide "a cap on external growth 
. . without the inhibiting effects of a ban 

on all mergers."

BMI Brings Suit 
Against Harvard 
NEW YORK - The first infringement action 
taken against an American educational in- 
stitution under the new copyright act has 
been brought against Harvard University by 
Broadcast Music, Inc., the music licensing 
organization. The suit alleges that 12 of 
BMI's copyrighted songs were performed 
at Harvard without authorization and in 
violation of the U.S. Copyright Act. In the 
complaint, BMI seeks statutory damages 
together with attorney's fees and court 
costs. The action was filed in the United 
States District Court in Boston, 
Massachusetts, on March 8. 

Must Get Permission 
BMI contends that the obligation of 

American educational institutions to secure 
permission for public performance of 
copyrighted music was mandated by the 
1976 Copyright Act, which defines a public 
performance as one given "at a place open 
to the public or at any place where a sub- 
stantial number of persons outside of a nor- 
mal family and its social acquaintances is 
gathered." Further, Congressional reports 
dealing with new legislation indicated that 
"performances in 'semi-public' " places 
such as clubs and schools are "public per- 
formances" subject to copyright control. 

According to BMI, the law further says 
that a copyright infringer may be sued in 
Federal Court for an Injunction and the 
copyright owner's actual damages, the in- 
fringer's profits, or statutory damages plus 
court costs and attorneys' fees. Statutory 
damages ordinarily are not less than a 
mandatory $250 or more than $10,000 for 
each single copyrighted musical composi- 
tion performed without a license. 

In response to news of the suit, Jim 
Sharaf, attorney in the office of the general 
counsel at Harvard, stated, "There's not too 
much to be said, right now. The only 
knowledge we have of the suit derives from 
what reporters have told us they've read in 
BMI's press release; we have not yet been 
served. You might call this service by press 
release. However, based on the information 
at hand, I expect that we will have available 
defenses and that we will prevail." 

ABKCO Reports $14,000 
First Quarter Deficit 
NEW YORK - ABKCO Industries, Inc. 
reported that its operations for the first 
quarter ending December 31, 1978 
resulted in earnings of $2.2 million and a 
net loss of $14 thousand. In 1977, ABKCO 
reported revenues of $3.8 million and a 
profit of $186 thousand. 

Dick Clark To Reopen 
Westchester Theatre 
NEW YORK - Entertainer Dick Clark has 
leased the Westchester Theatre in 
Tarrytown, New York, and will reopen it in 
June under his own name. Clark's com- 
pany, Dick Clark Presentations, signed the 
agreement last week with the Lincoln Sav- 
ings Bank, owner of the 3,500 -seat theatre 
whose previous operation ended in 
bankruptcy and criminal indictments. A 
long-term lease of the theatre to Clark is 

being drafted. 
In addition to presenting "great show 

business headliners," Clark said the 
theatre would feature a jazz and classical 
series. A new restaurant and a redesigned 
stage will also be added. 

The theatre's former president, Eliot H. 

Weisman, and several other defendants 
linked to its prior management, will be 
retried in Federal District Court in Manhat- 
tan on March 26. The defendants are 
charged with committing fraud in connec- 
tion with the theatre's operations. 

Though a previous trial ended in a hung 
jury, two of the defendants. Gregory J. 
DePalma and Richard Fusco, have since 
pleaded guilty to fraud charges.

owner of California Record Dist., serious 
discussions had been taking place between 
his company and Record Merchandising 
since January.

EAST COASTINGS - NEITHER HAIR NOR THERE - While the Broadway production 
of "Hair" was a cohesive, entertaining, artistic success, the movie version doesn't work. 
The challenge of weaving a respectable cinematic story around the exuberent score 
proved insurmountable for director Milos Forman and Michael Weller, who wrote the 
atrocious screenplay. As a result, "Hair" is nothing more than an old-fashioned 
Hollywood musical spectacular that features imaginative choreography by Twyla 
Tharp and a still -compelling score by Gerome Ragni, James Rado, and Galt MacDer- 
mot that should boost sales for the RCA soundtrack. Unquestionably, some of the 
musical numbers were outstanding, particularly Treat Williams' spirited "I Got Life" 
tabletop routine, Ren Woods' soulful rendition of "Aquarius" and Nell Carter's 

contribution to "Ain't Got No." But that's 
all the movie was: a pastiche of colorful 
song and dance pieces strung together 
by a ludicrous plot and inane dialog. 
Perhaps most unfortunate of all, 
though, is the film's woefully poor 
acting. Treat Williams, who plays 
Berger, the freedom -loving hippie, is 
the only cast member who brings any 
sort of dynamic presence to the screen. 
John Savage, an otherwise fine actor, is 
sadly miscast, and neither Annie 
Golden (lead singer for the rock group 
the Shirts) and Beverly D'Angelo, who 
play ere female leads, evidence a glim- 
mer of acting ability. 

To make matters worse, the movie 
version of "Hair" will inevitably be 
associated with the cultural sensibility of 
the sixties, and , indeed, may be a young 

moviegoers introduction to the period. This movie has about as much to do with the 
spirit of the sixties as "rock and roll revival" shows have to do with the spirit invoked by 
Elvis Presley and Chuck Berry when they unleashed the power of rock in the mid -fifties. 
In other words, the superficial trappings, the words and the motions are there, but the 
impassioned spirit, honesty, forcefulness and sense of radical departure from old con- 
straints are simply not present.

LOS ANGELES -A three-day advertising 
seminar for WEA's branch media 
specialists was held Feb. 21-23 at the com- 
pany's national headquarters in Burbank.

Spellman, TV advertising consultant; Dave 
Weisentaner, KATZ/St. Louis sales 
manager; and Kathy Crawford, Telerep 
sales representative. 

The eight WEA media specialists at the 
seminar were Clare Conlin, Cleveland; 
Trisha Doucette, Boston; Geri Kaufman, 
Chicago; Don Kegley, Dallas; Gwendolyn 
Morris, New York; Pam Moss, Los Angeles, 
Rosemary Pierce, Philadelphia and Valerie 
Seymour, Atlanta. 

Representing Atlantic Records were 
Mark Shulman, national advertising direc- 
tor; Marsha Green, media buyer; and Shelly 
Roth, assistant to national director of 
sales/advertising. Representing Warner 
Bros. were Shelly Cooper, national adver- 
tising director; Sophia Beauvy, broadcast 
planner; and Jean Lamb, print planner. On 
hand for Elektra/Asylum were Dave Cline, 
national director of sales/advertising and 
Beth Farnsworth, assistant to national 
director sales/advertising. Holly Franke 
represented Warner special projects. 

Albums featured in the program include 
the catalogs of Donna Summer and the 
Village People (Casablanca), as well as 
selected LPs by Ultimate, and Love & 
Kisses (Casablanca); Andy Gibb and the 
Bee Gees (RSO); Fatback (Spring); Gloria 
Gaynor and Peaches & Herb 
(Polydor/MVP); Alicia Bridges 
(Polydor/BGO); and Arpeggio 
(Polydor/Harem). In addition, March 
releases from the Village People, French 
Kiss (Polydor), and Linda Clifford 
(RSO/Curtom) will be eligible for program 
benefits. Soundtracks to "Saturday Night 
Fever" (RSO) and "Midnight Express" 
(Casablanca), as well as Meco's "Star 
Wars" and "Superman," will also be in- 
cluded in the "Superdisco" campaign. 

Cash Discounts 
The program provides for a cash dis- 

count on each order, but will not include an 
extended dating period. Special advertis- 
ing funds, radio spots highlighting the 
"Superdisco" theme, and merchandising 
materials utilizing the "Superdisco" logo on 
four-color posters, mobiles and header 
cards will be made available to par- 
ticipating dealers. Accounts will also be 
serviced with disco sampler records for in- 
store play. 

Though the program officially begins on 
March 26, Polygram sales representatives 
will start visiting dealers on March 19 to 
hold initial discussions. Customers who 
would like information about the program 
prior to their sales rep's visit are asked to 
contact their Polygram sales branches. 
Program orders must be filled by Polygram 
representatives, and telephone orders will 
not be accepted. 

Commenting on the program, Jon 
Peisinger, vice president of marketing 
development for Polygram, stated that 
"disco is no longer a limited product line as 
far as penetration in the marketplace is 
concerned, and has truly become the 
definition of popular music in 1979. The 
thrust of the 'Superdisco' program is to in- 
crease customer involvement in disco by 
increasing product availability to the con- 
sumer through expanded shelf space in all 
accounts. 

"Polygram Distribution has had a large 
share of the disco market over the past few 
years, and in 1979, as the market has ex- 
panded, so has our portion. Currently we 
represent 50% of the Top 10 pop singles - 
and all five records are disco -oriented. 
With a continual flow of strong product, the 
timing for the implementation of our first 
disco sales/marketing program is ideal."

NEW YORK - Cheryl Lynn's self -titled 
debut album and Elvis Costello's new "Ar- 
med Forces" LP have been certified gold by 
the RIAA.

POINTS WEST -THE NEXT GEORGE THOROGOOD ALBUM - George Thorogood 
has created a sensation in the record industry by not only producing a pair of acclaimed 
blues -rock albums, but by steadfastly refusing to sign with a major label. He and his 
Destroyers have reportedly had seven -figure contracts waved in front of them, but 
Thorogood has vowed never to leave his current label, Rounder Records. But whether 
Thorogood likes it or not, his next album is going to be out on MCA Records. The label 
has purchased 20 tracks that were recorded at the same time as the material on "Move 
It On Over," currently #51 on the Cash Box Top 200 Albums chart, and will be releasing 
10 of them on "Better Than The Rest." An MCA spokesman explained that the masters 
were bought from Dan Lipman, apparently without the knowledge or approval of 
Thorogood. 
ANCHORS AHOY - Casablanca officials were worried about getting U.S. Navy 
clearance to shoot a promotional film for the Village People's new single, "In The Navy," 
but the Pentagon gave the okay and the filming took place recently on the U.S.S. 
Reasoner. Now it seems that Navy officials like the song so much that they are going to 
use it on their 30 -second TV spots as part of their recruitment pitch, and Casablanca is 
worried again. "I hope the Navy doesn't find out what they're really into, it might be em- 
barrassing," noted one label exec. 
TROUBLE AT THE ALADDIN - The Aladdin Hotel on the Strip in Las Vegas is now the 
top venue for contemporary music acts in the gambling mecca, but it may not be for 
long. A two -month trial in Detroit ended last week with the conviction of former hotel en- 
tertainment director James Tamer, hotel manager James Abraham and employee 
Edward Monazym for conspiring to secretly operate the hotel. The hotel itself was also 
convicted and as a result the Aladdin Hotel Corp. may lose its gaming license. The ef- 
fect of the conviction on the hotel's showroom entertainment is unclear, but if the Alad- 

din's license is revoked it's a good bet 
the showroom will crap out.

Art Garfunkel is back with a new album entitled

and strings is suited to the AC, pop palate. Gentle 
funk feel and good singing make this a solid add.

Disco professionals Joe Long and Richie Rivera were 
brought in to remix this track which was originally 
released in England. The result is perfectly suited to Top 
40 and dancing lists. Soaring chorus, excellent singing, 
strong melody and driving rhythmic undercurrents make 
this a leading disco/pop attraction. 

TANYA TUCKER (MCA 41005) 
Lover Goodbye (3:54) (Phil Everly Music - BMI) (P. 

Everly/J. Paige) 
MCA released a double -sided record on this venture. 

"Lover Goodbye" is aimed at Top 40 while the flip -side 
"I'm The Singer, You're The Song" is aimed country. 
"Lover" features a driving beat, skillful guitar playing and 
captivating Tucker singing. A strong remake of an early 
classic, this ought to build Tucker's new image. 

JOHN DENVER (RCA JH -11535) 
What's On Your Mind (3:45) (Cherry Lane Music - 
ASCAP) (J. Denver) 

Denver's first single from fiis new LP met substantial 
resistance at the radio level. This second single with its 
ballad disposition, nice sax line, fine singing and tasty 
guitar fills may fare better. 
SEAWIND (Horizon/A&M HZ -120) 
Hold On To Love (3:25) (Seawind Music/Sojourn Music - BMI) (B. Wilson) 

If you have not discovered Seawind before, check this 
track out. With a pleasant trotting beat, fine horn fills. 
percussion embellishments, guitar solo and attractive 
lead vocals by Pauline Wilson who knows how to put feel- 
ing behind the words, this ought to interest Top 40. 

THE TARNEY/SPENCER BAND (A&M 2124) 
No Time To Lose (3:45) (ATV Music - BMI) (A. Tar-

"Run For Your Life" is the name of The Tarney/Spen- 
cer Band album. This single has an infectious bass string 
sound which is likely to attract considerable pop interest.

Prelude may be a small company but it is a big force on 
the disco scene. This first single from the Sticky Fingers 
album has a driving charisma that ought to grab the at- 
tention of R&B and pop programmers. Steady beat, good 
sax solo and catchy female singing make this hot. 
MELISSA MANCHESTER (Arista AS 0405) 
Theme From Ice Castles (3:32) (Gold Horizon Music 
Corp. - BMI/Golden Torch Music - ASCAP) (M. 
Hamlisch/C. B. Sager) 

Gentle piano and acoustic guitar playing and strings 
support Melissa Manchester's emotional vocals on this 
song subtitled "Through The Eyes Of Love." Soaring up- 
ward movement and a good performance make this a 

fine MOR, pop add. 
THE McCRARYS (Portrait 6-70028) 
Lost in Loving You (3:21) (Island Music - BMI) (L. 
McCrary/A. McCrary/S. Tucker) 

Taken from the LP "On The Other Side," this outing 
has a hip -swing groove, pleasant singing and an 
arrangement of synthesizer, outspoken bass and 
takedown changes. This is well -suited to R&B and 
crossover lists. 
CAT STEVENS (A&M 2126) 
Randy (3:08)(Ashtar Music B.V./Colgems-EMI Music - 
ASCAP) (C. Stevens) 

Taken from "Back To Earth," this single opens with 
gentle melodic piano work. Strings support the sensitive 
singing by Cat. Dramatic upward movement in the 
arrangement adds vitality. Last minute acoustic guitar 
strumming and impactful drum beat help. For pop lists.

Capricorn Sets Marketing Campaign 
For Australian Artist Billy Thorpe

LOS ANGELES - Capricorn Records is 

undertaking an extensive marketing and 
promotional campaign in support of the 
debut U.S. album by Australian recording 
artist Billy Thorpe, titled "Children Of The 
Sun." The Macon, Georgia -based label's 
wide-ranging campaign involves one-on- 
one radio promotions with program direc- 
tors, free concerts in conjunction with sta- 
tions in key markets, the utilization of in- 
store merchandising tools, plus heavy print 
and radio advertising. 

The Thorpe album campaign is of 
primary importance to Capricorn, because 
it marks the label's most recent attempt to 
break away from its industry classification 
as being a strictly Southern -rock -oriented 
company. "Children Of The Sun" is a 

progressive British -flavored rock project 
which includes four mainstream rock num- 
bers on side one and an ambitious science- 
fiction, space fantasy concept encompass- 
ing side two. 

Intense Commitment 
"Everyone at Capricorn is intensely com- 

mitted to launching Billy Thorpe as a major, 
top selling artist in the U.S.," asserted Phil 
Rush, vice president, director of promotion 
at the label. "On the promotion end of the 
campaign, we've already conducted 
special one-on-one listening sessions with 
50 of the top program directors in the coun- 
try. In planning our promo campaign for 
Billy, we decided that it was important to 
visit the top radio markets and play 
'Children Of The Sun' to each individual PD, 
rather than to merely hold a few listening 
parties across the country. 

"Admittedly, we have had a longstanding 
image problem of being labelled strictly a 

Southern -rock boogie company," added 
Rush, "but we're excited and confident that 
we can break out of this categorization with 
Billy's album. When you hear "Children Of 
The Sun," you'll know right off that it's a far 
cry away from being Southern rock 'n' roll."

session promotions, Capricorn is also plan- 
ning a series of free or one -dollar concerts 
in 10-12 markets in conjunction with a top 
station in each region. Thorpe and his band 
will make live concert appearances in eách 
of these cities, which will be co -sponsored 
by each station with Capricorn and will in- 
clude live broadcasts of the concerts. 

The label will also be implementing an 
extensive merchandising program, ac- 
cording to Diana Marie Kaylan, director of 
advertising and creative services. Two 
posters for in-store display have been 
created, including an 18" by 36" poster 
depicting the back cover phot of the 
album, and color 24" square low -up 
posters of the front cover artwor Also in 
the works is a life-size stand-up display of 
Thorpe. 

For its advertising campaign, Capricorn 
will be employing two separate 60 -second 
radio spots, with one ad introducing the 
more commercial songs from side one of 
"Children Of The Sun," and the other 
featuring Thorpe himself talking about and 
playing portions of the conceptual work on 
side two. In addition, the label is placing 
four-color ads in each of the music trade 
magazines and is slating a series of print 
advertisements in consumer publications.

what we're selling?" 
Research Info 

Although MCA's market research de- 
partment, headed by director of marketing 
Sam Passamano, Jr., is still in its infancy, it 
has already yielded some useful informa- 
tion. For example, it has found that it takes 
five weeks of sustained airplay for a con- 
sumer to hear a song three times, the 
number of listenings the average con- 
sumer needs before he is motivated to buy 
a record. So now MCA operates under the 
assumption that for most non -superstar re- 
leases, there is no sense in advertising just 
as a record is released. 

Layton says research data is the basis for 
40 percent of the labels' decision making, 
with experience and "gut feelings" the 
basis for the rest. "Research is the best way 
to help a record company reach its cus- 
tomers," states Layton. 

"Research is about setting controls and 
analyzing points of reference," explains 
Passamano. "In our research, psycho - 
graphics are almost as important as demo- 
graphics. We want to understand the atti- 
tudes of our customers. 

"If we can analyze the performance of an 
artist in the past and similar recent cam- 
paigns," concludes Passamano, "it allows 
us to not reinvent the wheel with each cam- 
paign."

BEANTOWN BRAWL HAS HAPPY ENDING - The battle between the management 
(Hemisphere Broadcasting) and the staff at WBCN/Boston over recognition of the Un- 
ited Electrical Workers Union (Cash Box, March 3, 10 and 17) is over. For all intents and 
purposes, the 36 striking staff members have seen to it that the law has been upheld. 
The 23 day embroglio ended about 9 p.m. March 9 when union, staff and management 
officials, after a solid week of negotiations, came to a settlement agreement. The un- 
derstanding is a framework within which management and labor can work until a com- 
plete contract is negotiated. The settlement agreement a.) recognizes the union, b.) 
reinstates everyone back in their old jobs, b.) provides for a period of evaluation during 
which all employees will be given an opportunity to demonstrate their worth, d.) 
provides a method of compensation for those employees who are either laid off or dis- 
charged. "Basically we got everything we wanted," said WBCN MD Tony Berardinl. 
"The union can't prevent management from laying personnel off in the future, but they 
can make sure that a degree of compassion and thought goes into the process." 
WBCN, a pioneer progressive rock station, has been a bastion of the Boston com- 
munity since 1968. The striking staff amassed more public and media backing than any 
such deadlock in recent radio history. Besides support from the radio industry, the 
record industry and the listeners themselves, four of Boston's most acclaimed bands 
(The Cars, Aerosmith, J. Gells and Boston) placed full page ads in Boston's Phoenix 
newspaper advocating the strike. MD Berardinl, who is currently weeding his way 
through three weeks of back vinyl, seemed overjoyed at the strike's outcome and 
stated, "There is a lot of good energy around the station right now. Everybody is ready 
to rock again."

stitutionality," the Arizona republican 
stated. However, Goldwater gave no es- 
timate of how much the fee based on the 
costs of regulation would be. 

There are other differences in the two 
bills emerging from the Senate side. The 
minority members' proposal would prevent 
the FCC from opening the nation's clear 
channel frequencies to add hundreds of 
new radio stations, as the Commission 
proposes to do. While the Goldwater 
measure would grant radio licenses in- 
definitely, it would define TV stations' 
license terms depending on market size - 
three years for those in the Top -25, for 
years for TV stations in the next 75 markets 
and five years for all others. 

FULL Deregulation 
Under the Republicans' plan, radio 

would be completely deregulated. Ascer- 
tainment rules and the Fairness Doctrine 
would be scrapped and the FCC would be 
prohibited from requiring radio licensees to

Smooth Transition Expected 
In MCA Publishing Merger 

by Bob Campbell 
NASHVILLE - Although the MCA Music 
catalog received a major boost when it was 
merged with ABC Music following the re- 
cent sale of ABC Records to MCA Inc., the 
publishing division's Nashville operation 
was set to expand even before the merger 
was announced, according to Jerry 
Crutchfield, vice president, MCA Music, 
Nashville. 

As part of the merger, Dianne Petty, for- 
merly Nashville vice president of ABC 
Music, will move into offices in the MCA 
Music building here and continue to func- 
tion as an executive of MCA Music. Her 
secretary, Lisa DeMontbeun, will also make 
the transition. Blake Mevis, formerly 
professional manager of ABC Music, will 
operate his own independent production 
company, South Wind Productions. 
However, Mevis will continue to write for 
MCA Music. 

In an interview last week. Crutchfield told 
Cash Box the merger of the two companies 
will strengthen the MCA publishing 
organization. 

Valuable Catalog 
"ABC Music is an extremely important 

catalog," said Crutchfield, who has worked 
with MCA Music here since 1965. "They 
have some incredible copyrights, and it is 
with a great deal of enthusiasm this situa- 
tion is coming about. For example, Warren 
Brown is vice president of MCA Music in 

California. Warren already has an excellent 
staff and a very good operation, but this 
week I know they are making arrangements 
to bring in two of the ABC personnel into the 
MCA office. As far as Nashville is concer- 
ned, we are very happy to have Dianne, 
whom I know very well. I have a great deal of 
respect for her as an individual as well as 
her professional abilities." 

Petty, who was apprehensive about the 
change at one point, said she was also ex- 
cited about the merger of two strong 
catalogs. 

"I think the combination of the two 
catalogs will make us an incredible force 
within the industry," Petty said. "These two 
catalogs cover all the bases. We will be able 
to provide anyone with any kind of song. I 

am also excited about the studio facilities, 
which we never had under the ABC roof." 

Even before the merger of MCA and 
ABC, the Nashville office of MCA Music had 
planned an expansion of facilities. 
Crutchfield said a 16 -track console had 
been installed during the past couple of 
months, and an expansion of the building 

would start soon. 
"We are planning to enlarge our 16 -track 

studio and add two new offices," said 
Crutchfield, who also produces and has 
produced Tanya Tucker, Jody Miller and 
Dave Loggins, among others. "We have 
hired Pat Higdon as associate director of 
creative services, (Ted Barton is also 
associate director of creative services) and 
he is also a professional engineer who has 
worked for four years at Woodland Studios. 
Pat can operate our equipment and main- 
tain it. In a sense, we have decided to go all 
the way with the studio as opposed to a 
small, four -track demo studio. We are in- 
terested in developing good product from 
the standpoint of cutting good master 
tracks. If a writer goes in and hooks 
something and it sounds decent, we will 
want to go ahead and refine it." 

The major catalogs of MCA Music are 
copyrighted under Duchess Music (BMI) 
and Leeds Music (ASCAP). Within the full 
MCA operation, such catalogs as Spanka 
(Paul Anka) and Rocket (Elton John) are 
administered by MCA Music. The Nashville 
operation has acquired administration 
rights on ERE Music (Joe Ely) and 
Patchwork (Dave Loggins). With a catalog 
of this size under its umbrella, Crutchfield

Graham, Dunlap and Stewart 
Re -Purchase Show Biz Inc.

NASHVILLE - Show Biz, Inc., which bills it- 
self as the world's largest syndicator of 
music variety television shows, was 
purchased March 12 by three of its ex- 
ecutives. On March 13, the company 
signed a contract with the William Morris 
Company, giving the agency representa- 
tion rights in the United States and 
worldwide. 

The exact price was not divulged, but an 
industry estimation of $3 million was 
deemed a fair approximation by W.S. (Bill) 
Graham, Show Biz board chairman, who 
founded the company in 1964. Along with 
partners J.R. (Reg) Dunlap, company 
president, and executive vice president 
Elise Stewart, Graham bought the company 
back simply because "we decided we 
would like to own it again." 

Graham had sold the business to Holiday 
Inns, Inc. in 1972, but continued to operate 
it as a subsidiary of the Memphis -based 
hotel company. Graham added that ac- 
quisition of the business from Holiday Inns 
will not cause any changes in personnel or 
in the manner in which the operation is run. 

Show Biz Inc. now syndicates 11 weekly 
television programs running on 327 sta- 
tions. Included among its programs are 
"Pop! Goes The Country," "Nashville On 
The Road" and "Dolly." 

The company also plans to break into the 
pop field with its upcoming television 

special "Anne Murray's Ladies Night." 
"We certainly are not leaving the country 

field, because this is the foundation of what 
we do, and we are very Nashville oriented," 
Graham said. "We will be moving into game 
shows, more pop music specials, some TV 
concerts and sitcoms. We will be involved 
with the entire spectrum of television." 

Graham added that the sitcom and two 
more specials are in the planning stages, 
but have not reached the point where they 
can be discussed. The company has, 
however, definitely made an entry in the fall 
line-up with the game show, "The $128,000 
Question," a revival of the famous "$64,000 
Question," with an allowance for inflation. 

Show Biz and William Morris have other 
projects under consideration including 
network variety shows and specials, as well 
as programs for syndication, cable and pay 
television. 

In January of this year, Show Biz announ- 
ced the formation of a new publishing 
house, the Show Biz Music Group. 
Operating as a separate company, the 
publishing group includes two BMI com- 
panies - Song Biz and Show Biz Music - 
and two ASCAP companies, Lucky Penny 
and Monstor Music. 

According to Graham, 1978 was a good 
year for Show Biz, but 1979 is expected to 
be even better, "because of our association 
with William Morris, the specials we are 
moving into and our publishing house."

was quick to point out the effectiveness of 
MCA as an international publisher. 

"A lot of people think of publishing com- 
panies as merely a collection agency that 
secures a copyright," Crutchfield said. 
"This concept has attracted a lot of people 
who have become fairly successful 
because of successful production situa- 
tions and so forth. But these people are not 
involved in full -service publishing. For ex- 
ample, if a composition was published 
through one of these lesser companies, I 

think you would see that MCA or one of the 
larger companies would generate far more 
income with the copyright. We have our 
own operations in foreign companies. We 
are not sub -publishing or sub -leasing, we 
have our own staff with direct control over 
exploitation of our copyrights. We have 
created a lot of new material from contem- 
porary composers in the last five years that 
are extremely valuable - for example, 
Dave Loggins and his catalog." 

The nature of Nashville as a music in- 
dustry is changing. The music being writ- 
ten, produced and recorded here is no 
longer pure country, but a mixture of many 
styles. This change affects the very 
livelihood of writers and publishers. 
Although Crutchfield is aware that a 
musical transition is not always easy, he 
believes it is inevitable, good for Nashville 
and is a concept anticipated by MCA Music. 

"There is a big change going on in 
Nashville regarding structure of song 
material and subject matter," Crutchfield 
said. "As time goes on and you have input 
from younger, creative people, it is only 
natural that certain things are going to 
change. I personally favor change. But 
that's not to say we should abandon 
anything. I have always been proud of 
Nashville as a music community because I 

think we are a unique species. We are in the 
country music business, but that is not to 
say we are exclusively in the country music 
business. 

"I think basically what we are turning out 
in Nashville is not country music. We con- 
tinue to call it country, but people use terms 
as labels of convenience. 

"We are a creative, productive center. 
What do we do best? Well, the only way we 
have to judge that is by what sells. I think we 
are capable of producing whatever kind of 
product the American public or inter- 
national market would find listenable or 
desirable. This is the reason MCA 
Nashville is so committed as a publisher. 
Sal Chiantia (president of MCA Music) en- 
visioned years ago that Nashville was im- 
portant as a musical community and that 
bigger and better things will continue to 
come out of there. That is the reason MCA 
Music is interested in continued expansion 
and as many writers and production situa- 
tions as possible."

The NAB believes 
that the Memorandum, which was adopted last July, deprives broadcasters of their rights 
of due process in EEOC proceedings. The FCC says that there were 23,537 minorities 
working in the field of broadcasting last year, which was 14.3% of the total workforce. This 
figure is up from 21,934 during 1977at 13.8% of the industry workforce. The ranks of black 
workers in broadcasting climbed slightly last year to 14,280 from 1977's 13,551. 

GENERAL MANAGER'S PROFILE - Earnest L. James, vice president and general 
manager at WVON in Chicago, has had a very interesting 12 -year radio career. James re- 
counts how he started in radio at K/00 in Oklahoma City, where he worked 13 months for 
free. When James was offered a job in Seattle at the Boeing Aircraft Company in the quality 
control department, he immediately accepted this position since it offered a better salary 
than he was getting. Still determined on a radio career, he later got a part-time air slot at 
KYAC, where Frank Barrow was then PD. He left KYAC and went to KPRS in Kansas City 
where he stayed until 1970. That year he went to WABQ in Cleveland where he was 

promoted to program director after he had been there six months. James spent some time 
at WJMO in Cleveland, then went to WDAO in Dayton, and in 1974 he went to program 
WBMX in Chicago, where his no nonsense approach placed WBMX in the upper brackets 
of the Chicago radio market. James left WBMX in August 1977, to join WVON in Chicago.

in the lurcn numerous times." 
Bill Schumacher, co-owner of the 

Record Depot in Los Angeles, added that 
"radio and clubs seem to get product 
weeks before our customers do. 
Availability is one of our greatest problems. 
When disco consumers hear something 
they like, they want it immediately." 

Dealers also cited the discrepancies that 
exist between the 12 -inch single and album 
versions of certain songs, which anger con- 
sumers who are not able to buy the same 
record they heard in a club or on the radio. 
(In the past, for instance, artists such as 
Patti Brooks, Bob McGilpin, and James 
Wells have made recordings that were 
remixed more than once). Furthermore, 
several retailers reported, demand for the 
original disco mix has resulted in the 
proliferation of bootlegged 12 -inch 
promotional records in many cases. 

Disco Milieu 
To supplement label -supplied display 

materials, some retailers have taken im- 
aginative steps to create a disco milieu in 
their stores. One such merchandiser is Rick 
Kamilier, general manager of Vibrations in 
North Miami Beach, who has constructed a 
special disco section encased in mirrors 
and highlighted by flashing colored lights. 
"Disco consumers are a wild group, and 
anything I can do as a retailer to make them 
feel like they're part of a scene can make 
them my customers for life. 

"When you sell as much disco product as 
I do," he continued, "it's got to tell you 
something about disco's acceptance as a 
viable commodity. When Gloria Gaynor 
outsells Billy Joel - as she did here last 
week - you better start thinking about 
devoting the proper square -footage to your 
disco product." 

Music Plus is another chain that 
redesigned the racks in its stores to ac- 
comodate disco 12-inchers and 45s. At the 
same time, the chain upped its catalog of 
12 -inch records from 80 to 100 in each 
store, while creating separate tubs for its 
disco LPs. 

"We've got to let the disco consumer 
know that we believe in disco, too," said 
Fogelman. "It's a matter of letting the public 
know that you carry disco product the same 
as you do rock." One of the ways he accom- 
plishes this is through an ad he runs each 
week in the "Calendar" section of the Los 
Angeles Times that features the chain's 
best-selling disco records. 

Listening To Customers 
Noting that "your personnel have to be as 

educated as your customers," Wendy 
Liggins, singles and disco coordinator for 

the Atlanta -based Emerald City chain, said 
that four store employees work the floor of 
the company's seven stores each day "to 
get inside the shopper's head and see what 
they like. Then we get their requests on the 
turntable, and that's usually all the talking 
we have to do." 

Many retailers have cited the use of in- 
store play to generate excitement for disco 
product. Ken Dobin, record buyer for the 
Washington, D.C.-based Waxie Maxie 
chain, said it helps to familiarize the public 
with new artists. John London, regional 
director for Peaches in the midwest, has in- 
stituted a "Disco Hour" in his stores "so that 
we can devote time to disco play each day 
without altering our image as a full -line 
retailer." Schumacher of Record Depot in- 
vited local area DJs to spin records in his 
stores on Saturdays. And, of the 20 records 
that Vibrations' Kamilier selects each week 
for his personnel to play, 16-17 are usually 
disco -oriented. 

Disco charts from local radio stations, 
disco -oriented publications, and trade 
magazines have also proven to be effective 
merchandising aids. "You've got to keep 
your listings current, because the disco 
audience tends to buy whatever charts," 
said Cliff Pfeiffer, store manager for 
Boston's Music City Records. "People like 
to see what's happening nationally, so 
when something falls from the charts, it's 
the equivalent of yesterday's newspaper." 

Dealers Buy Ads 
Because there is a lack of co-op advertis- 

ing in many areas for disco product, 
retailers are beginning to spend ad money 
themselves in avariety of ways. One avenue 
they've turned to is gay -oriented publica- 
tions. 

Bruce Godwin, manager of the Record 
Rack in Houston, còntended that his store 
gains valuable exposure for its disco 
product through ads placed in a local gay - 
oriented publication. "Our store is located 
in a predominantly gay area, and a good 
25-30% of our business comes directly 
from the gay community," he said. 

Fogelman also feels that advertising in 

publications such as The Advocate can be 
useful to retailers. "I firmly believe in 
directing your money where your potential 
buyers are," he explained, "and The 
Advocate is one paper that can help me 
reach the disco market." 

In contrast, Lester Temple, disco buyer 
for Tower Records in San Francisco, 
argued that club support is still the best ad- 
vertising for disco product. "Displays help 
you with impulse shoppers, but most disco 
buyers already know what they want 
because they've heard it in a club," he said. 

NAIRD Convention To 
Be Held In Boston 
NEW YORK - The National Association of 
Independent Record Distributors and 
Manufacturers (NAIRD) will hold their 
eighth annual convention April 6-9 at the 
Boston Park Plaza Hotel. The focus of the 
convention will be survival for the indepen- 
dent distributor and manufacturer in the 
rapidly changing record market. Five 
workshops will highlight the convention: On 
Saturday, there will be a seminar on April 7, 

"Artist Development" and "Catalogue 
Sales"; on Sunday, April 8th, "The Future of 
Independent Distributors," and on Mon- 
day, April 9, "Promotion and Publicity" and 
"Tax Strategies and Paperwork Techni- 
ques". 

Another highlight of the convention will 
be the presentation of the Indies, conceived 
as the small label equivalent of the Gram- 
mies. The awards will be given not only for 
records, but for efforts in distribution (to be 
voted on by manufacturers) and efforts in 
manufacturing (to be voted on by dis- 
tributors). Categories will include pop, 
rock, and specialized musics. 

The convention will also feature a trade 
show, during which manufacturers will dis- 
play new releases, distributors will shop for 
new labels and industry suppliers may 
solicit new clients. The trade show area will 
be open on April 6 and 7, but the main ac- 
tivity will start on the 8th, from two to five 
p.m., when local retailer and radio 
programmers will be invited to attend. 

Arista Inks Players 
NEW YORK - Arista Records has announ- 
ced the signing of the Ohio Players to an ex- 
clusive, long-term recording agreement. 
The band's first album for the label, 
"Everybody Up," is being released this 
month. 

At the same time, Phonogram Inc. has 
filed suit against Arista in New York State 
Supreme Court to prevent Arista from 
releasing any product by the group, claim- 
ing the band is still contracted to 
Phonogram. 

Phonogram contends that in April, 1978, 
there was a new agreement between the 
parties granting Phonogram an additional 
option to extend an existing contract for 
one year, provided that notice was sent to 
the Ohio Players by Phonogram at least 30 
days prior to the expiration date. 
Phonogram claims that it met this require- 
ment, sending notice of renewal in May, but 
that in late September, the group signed 
with Arista. 

The suit asks that the court permanently 
restrain Arista from releasing any Ohio 
Players product and to deliver to 
Phonogram any master recording or 
copies of Players material.

the entertainment industry and the world 
know we are charitable, feeling people." 

Kirshner said that he is pleased with the 
response he has gotten so far from industry 
executives and artists contacted in connec- 
tion with the telethon.

Record label 
executives have been calling me for the 
same reason. It's all coming from the heart 
and I know that people will be seeing a 
creditable side of the industry through this 
event," Kirshner commented. 

Local, National Broadcasts 
The telethon will be broadcast nationally 

from KTTV in L.A. but will be seen in the Los 
Angeles area over KTLA. Ten minutes of 
every half-hour have been set aside for 
local broadcasts. Woody Fraser and Ken 
Greengrass have been set as executive 
producers of the telethon with Rick Ludwin 
as producer.

"I have tremendous respect for Jay LaSker," said Kreiner, "but we wanted to 
be non-exclusive. Ocean will dissolve and then be Ile -formed under another name as an 

offshoot of MK Dance Productions." First product from MK is slated to be "Stars" by 
Ullanda McCullough, which is expected to be released on an as -yet -unannounced label in 

about three weeks. "It's been crazy," says Kreiner, "now that we are non-exclusive, I have 
received a lot of calls from heads of companies who are interested." While the Ocean 
relationship with Ariola appears terminated, Ariola will continue its relationship with MK 
Dance Promotions. "MK will continue to work our disco product," says Scott Shannon, 

senior vice president of the label. "In the future, we may move to a 

regional promotion concept but for the present for as long as they 
do the job, MK will work with Jack Witherby to promote Ariola 
product." Recently, Ariola sent Tarquin Featherstonshaw from the 
L.A. office to set up a New York operation. However, Tarquin has 
since left the label and is reportedly headed back to another job in 

L.A. while Shannon predicts that the Ariola New York office will 
open in April with a general manager and A&R, R&B, Top 40 and 
disco promotion people to be named.

Inspired by the upcoming film version of "Hair," this LP features Evelyn "Champagne" 
King,The Brothers, VICKI Sue Robinson, New York Community Choir and Revelation. The 
LP is set for release March 20. "Aquarius" has an opening lyric that encourages you to 
rock (also used is Instant Funk's "Say what?"). Moderately paced, the track has 
punctuating strings, horns, popping bass, tandem vocals by King and Robinson and a fat, 
layered chorus. "Where Do I Go" offers soaring guitar and sax lines. "Easy To Be Hard" 
with its high 120s BPM pacing, matter-of-fact chorus, strings and lead vocals by Vicki Sue 
is particularly likely to garner dancefloor activity. "Good Morning Starshine" has a nice 
handclap break opening, "Santana" guitar sound, tambourine, guiro and vocals by 
Revelation. This LP is worth checking out.

Increasingly, rock artists who play rhythmic music are looking at disco as another 
avenue ofpromotion.Such is the case with the Doobie Brothers, whose pop smash "What 
A Fool Believes" has been remixed by Jim Burgess for disco play. To accomplish that 
goal,Burgess erased the percussion track, and brought in a new drummer. Mid -120s BPM 
pacing, steady kick drum support and the original excellence of the vocals makes this 
something that Top 40 -oriented crowds would greatly appreciate.

CHICAGO - Bally Manufacturing Corp. 
posted record revenues, net income and 
earnings for share in 1978, according to an 
announcement by William T. O'Donnell, 
chairman and president. 

For the year ended Dec. 31, 1978, 
revenues were a record $312,503,000, 28% 
above 1977's previous record of $244,980,- 
000. Net income for 1978 rose 64% to a 

record $31,686,000 compared to $19,372,- 
000 in 1977. Earnings per share in 1978 of 
$2.56, also a record, was 59% above the 
$1.61 registered in 1977. 

Revenues for the three-month period en- 
ded Dec. 31, 1978 were a record $80,771,- 
000, an increase of 27% above the previous 
record $63,737,000 for the corresponding 
period of 1977. Net income for the 1978 
fourth quarter rose 29% to $7,155,000, also 
a record, compared to $5,538,000 in 1977. 
Earnings per share for the 1978 period 
were a record $.56, up 22% trom $.46 for 
the 1977 quarter. 

Net income for the twelve-month period 
ended Dec. 31, 1978 includes a net foreign 
exchange gain of $818,000 ($.07 per 
share). The corresponding period of 1977 
reflects a gain of $380,000 ($.03 per share). 
The fourth quarter of 1978 and 1977 reflect 
net gains of $708,000 ($.05 per share) and 
$480,000 ($.04 per share), respectively. 

O'Donnell noted that "although we are 
highly gratified by the record revenues and 
earnings achieved in 1978, it is noteworthy 
that these outstanding results were 
achieved while Bally was allocating con- 
siderable capital and management 
resources to the development of new 
sources of revenue which will be important 
to the future growth of Bally." 

Consumer Division Down 
O'Donnell went on to say that "the results 

of Bally's Consumer Products Division 
were disappointing in 1978. Engineering

Williams' Crouse Combines 
Marketing, Engineering Skills 
CHICAGO - Ron Crouse, marketing 
manager at Williams Electronics, Inc., 
joined the company two years ago as one of 
the four men who made up the original in- 
house design team which initiated Williams' 
conversion to solid state and developed the 
factory's electronic system. Other mem- 
bers of this group were Mike Stroll (presi- 
dent of Williams), Dave Poole and Ken 
Fedesna. 

The first tests of the newly developed 
system were made in July of 1977. "We built 
five prototypes of 'Grand Prix,' using our 
electronic system, and put these out on 
test," Crouse recalled. Not long thereafter 
Williams went into full production on "Hot 
Tip," which was the factory's first product 
utilizing electronic control. 

Subsequently, Williams sponsored a 

comprehensive service school program for 
both U.S. and foreign distributors, to help 
familiarize them with the new system. 
Crouse coordinated the schools and, along 
with the factory's Paul Dussault, conducted 
the various sessions. His background in 
training and electronics served him well in 
this project. 

Before joining Williams, Crouse was af- 
filiated with Addressograph Multigraph, 
where he was in charge of electronic train- 
ing and also involved himself in other ser- 
vice related test programs for the company. 
"I got into the field of electronics purely by 
accident," he said. Crouse studied 
chemistry at the University of Cincinnati, 
and were it not for a four-year hitch in the 
Marines, he might have pursued this 
avenue. As a marine, however, he under- 
went electronic schooling, ultimately 
became an instructor, and really "gained a 
great deal of valuable experience," he 
noted. 

Better Communication 
Crouse feels that, in his capacity as 

marketing manager at Williams (a post he 
took over in April of last year), his 
background allows him the added advan- 
tage of communication between the 
engineering department and the field, on a 
more technical level. 

He is also very much involved in promo- 
tion and advertising and was instrumental 
in creating the company's new advertising 
campaign, as well as the various 
promotional efforts keyed to Williams' new 
image. 

When asked about the company's future 
plans, Crouse indicated that the emphasis 
on innovation would continue. "As far as the 
future is concerned, the sky's the limit. We 
have a sophisticated, versatile electronic

system that will allow us to do things that 
have not been done before." 

In May 1978, Williams hosted a dis- 
tributors meeting in Chicago, during which 
the factory introduced its dual electronic 
sounds system, its first wide -body pinball 
machine and its first solid state shuffle 
alley. "We've come a long way in two years 
and, actually, we've only scratched the sur- 
face," Crouse said. 

During the 1978 AMOA convention, 
Williams introduced the industry's first 
"talking pinball machine." As Crouse ex- 
plained, "talking" is a natural progression 
from the various sounds the system 
reproduces. "When you have done 
everything you can with exotic and unique 
sounds, the next step is words. This is 
something we are working on now and will 
be producing in the very near future," he 
said. 

"Flash," which is Williams' newly 
released pinball machine, reflects what can 
be done with the sound system; in this case, 
unique pitched background sounds. This 
model generated an unsurpassed pre- 
production demand at the factory. 

The company has been gaining steady 
momentum over the past two years, com- 
mencing with the introduction of its first 
solid state pinball machine and the subse- 
quent innovations in sound and technical 
development introduced in the market- 
place. Innovation and creativity are key 
words, as Crouse pointed out, and he is 
proud to be a part of the team that started it 
all. "We are, indeed, 'the hot ones'," Crouse 
added. 

SCHOOL IN SESSION - Midway's service manager Andy Ducay is pictured conducting a 

service school in Antwerp, Belgium, before a class of 22 students representing 8 different 
countries. This particular session, which focused on Midway's "Rotation VIII" table, was 

part of a series of European schools sponsored by the factory from Jan. 29 through Feb. 
10. The entire program, which encompassed instruction on the various Midway products, 
test equipment, et al, was very well received, according to Ducay, who is shown above con- 
ducting one of the sessions. 

CHICAGO CHATTER 
With the big move completed, Game Plan, Inc. is now operating out of its new plant in sub- 
urban Addison, Illinois. The 80,000 sq. ft. facility was designed and equipped strictly for the 
manufacture of electronic pingames and slot machines. As of now a top priority item in 
production is the firm's newest pinball cocktail table "Star Trip," which is being very well 
received - much to the delight of marketing and sales VP Ken Anderson and national 
sales manager Steve Yonkowski. "Initial sales and test reports indicate we have another 
winner," to quote Steve. The model's electronic sounds have made quite a hit with owners 
and managers of cocktail lounges, he said. The system is volume controlled so that the 
sound can be adjusted to the particular environment or needs of the location. Incidentally, 
Steve reminded us that Game Plan is still gearing to release "Sharpshooter," its first up- 
right pinball machine, in about 45 days - so, watch for it. With all this activity, marketing 
and sales is a mightly busy department and the guys are grateful to have such acapable gal 
friday as Bonny Eicheiberg on board to relieve their workload. 

DATELINE DES MOINES, IOWA: Tom Higdon, formerly with Advance Automatic Sales 
in San Francisco, recently joined the staff of Phil Moss & Co. Tom's been in the industry 
about 17 years, during which time he worked for the Seeburg branch in Denver and was 
responsible for setting up the factory's office in San Francisco. He was also on the staff of 
World Wide Dist. here in Chicago at one time. Tom's arrival at his new post, however, was a 
very sad one since it coincided with the tragic death of Phil and Cory Moss and John Nix in 

a plane crash. 
ON THE SINGLES SCENE: "Reunited" by Peaches & Herb (Polydor) is a tailormade 

jukebox hit, according to Gus Tartol of Singer One Stop For Ops and what's more he sees it 
as a strong contender for "record of the year" award. He also recommends the single "Cold 
Cold Heart" by Jerry Lee Lewis & Friends on the Sun label and notes that the "friends" por- 
tion of the record sounds an awful lot like Elvis Presley. He'd be interested to know how 
many ops agree with this opinion. Last but not least is "a sleeper" on RCA called "It's Only 
Make Believe" and the artist is Robert Gordon. Gus pointed out that this one was a Conway 
Twitty hit of some years hack. 

EASTERN FLASHES 
Shaffer Dist. is planning a gala celebration on March 29 in commemoration of its 50th year 
in business. Festivities will include a sit-down dinner with all the trimmings, as we learned 
from the distrib's Chuck Farmer who's busily involved in making the arrangements.

NOW THAT THE NEW DOLLAR COIN is slated for introduction July 1, what will be the 
impact on the coin machine industry? According to Nolan Bushnell, founder of Atari and 
now head of Pizza Time Theatre restaurants, collections could go up by as much as one- 
third once the new coin begins to replace a significant number of dollar bills.

Cuban Music May Not Sell In U.S., 
Says Fania President Jerry Masucci 

by Ken Terry 
NEW YORK - In the wake of the recent 
Havana Jam, Jerry Masucci, president of 
Fania Records, observed that the festival 
had helped to "open the door to American 
music" in Cuba. However, he also noted 
that the U.S. Latin audience will not 
automatically accept Cuban music. 

Although the instrumentation of many 
Cuban and salsa groups is basically the 
same, Masucci explained, the rhythms and 
style of Cu ban music are very different from 
those of salsa. Partly because of the 20 - 
year gap in communications between 
musicians in Cuba and those in the U.S., 
they have evolved in different directions, 
said Masucci. And, as it happens, Puerto 
Ricans and other Americans of Latin des- 
cent just aren't used to the Cuban sound. 

There is also another bar to the accep- 
tance of Cuban music here. While the whole 
point of Havana Jam was the idea that 
music transcends politics, many in Miami's 
large Cuban community oppose the mere 
presence in the U.S. of groups who have 
chosen to remain in their native country un- 
der Castro's regime. Those who feel this 
way will not be inclined to buy albums by 
Irakere or any other group from the island. 

Because Irakere's debut album is aimed 

at the entire record marketplace, Masucci 
feels that its fate may serve as a test for the 
potential of other Cuban records here. 
However, he recognizes that Irakere, with 
its progressive jazz affinity, is not a typical 
Cuban group. Other Cuban albums which 
Fania has licensed from Egrem, the Cuban 
recording agency, may therefore serve as a 

better test, at least in the Latin market. 
Among the groups whose records have 

been licensed by Fania are Orquesta 
Aragon, Originales de Manzanillo, Ridmo 
Orientale, Beny More, Chapottin, Grupo 
Manguare, Los Compadres, and Enrique 
Jordan. Although the Orquesta Aragon 
album, released here in December, has not 
done too well so far, Masucci said he may 
be interested in releasing the recording of 
their Avery Fisher Hall date, if Columbia 
passes on it. 

If none of the licensed Egrem albums 
becomes a hit, Masucci has an alternative 
plan. He will go down to Cuba with salsa 
producers who will try to get a commer- 
cially palatable sound from the Cuban 
musicians. 

For now, Masucci concluded, 
"everything they're giving us is a question 
mark. We'll have to see if the average Latin 
consumer will buy it."

Canadian Industry Symposium 
Slated For May In Toronto

TORONTO -A music industry symposium 
to be held under the auspices of the Cana- 
dian Recording Industry Association 
(CRIA), the Canadian Academy of 
Recording Arts and Sciences (CARAS) and 
the Canadian Independent Record 
Producers Association (CIRPA), has been 
planned for May 2-6 at the Park Plaza Hotel 
in Toronto. 

The five-day industry gathering, the first 
to be co-operatively staged by the three 
organizations, will be divided into a three- 
day lecture and workshop series covering 
marketing, promotion, artist management, 
agent/promoter problems, entertainment 
law and publishing concerns, plus a two- 
day in -studio workshop, which will deal with 
recording and mixing techniques, discus- 
sions on arranging, pre -production and 
post -production. 

Bob Morten, president of CIRPA, and 
chairman of Symposium '79, says the five- 
day event will be the first of its kind in 
Canada. "CIRPA has held its own sym- 
posiums before, but we are looking at this 
meeting to be much more all - 
encompassing for industry members." 
Although Morten says he is not in a position 
to confirm guest speakers at the sym- 
posium, it is expected that leading Cana- 
dian and American industry represen- 
tatives will be brought in to discuss such 
divergent topics as independent record 
label financing, talent acquisition, tour 
arrangement and sound engineering. 

Learning Experience 
"More than anything else," Morten said, 

"it is important that this symposium be a

learning experience for all involved." For 
that reason, attendance will be limited to 
125 people. "In the CIRPA gatherings, 
we've found that everyone involved prefers 
the intimate atmosphere. When we made a 
pitch to CRIA and CARAS, they also in- 
dicated they preferred one-to-one discus- 
sions rather than lecture -type settings." 

Registration forms are being made 
available this week, and are being offered 
first to CRIA, CIRPA and CARAS members. 
Five-day tickets are $275 for members, 
$325 for non-members. Lecture tickets, for 
the first three days of the event, are $180 for 
members and $210 for non-members. The 
two-day workshops for recording, which 
will be held at Sounds Interchange and one 
other Toronto recording studio, will be $120 
for members, $140 for non-members. 
While membership to the three organiza- 
tions far exceeds the supply of tickets, Mor- 
ten hopes that newcomers and non - 
industry members will take part in the 
gathering. "It's almost impossible for 
anyone to step into the industry and do a 

good job. We hope that this symposium will 
act as a training ground for people wanting 
to be a part of the music industry." 

Depending on the success of the May 
meeting, Morten hopes the symposium can 
be held at least once a year in the future. "It 
is really essential that some exchange of 
expertise take place, if the Canadian in- 
dustry is to really grow in coming years," he 
says. 

At similar symposiums in past years, 
such notable speakers as Phoebe Snow, 
producer Bob Ezrin, Bay City Roller 
manager Sid Bernstein, and songwriter - 
arranger Charlie Callelo have taken part in 
discussing aspects of international music 
industry problems with Canadian partici- 
pants. 

Morten says the gathering will be finan- 
ced by registration fees to break even. He 
says a tentative deadline for registration 
has been set for mid -April. Before then, he 
expects to have announced guest speaker 
confirmations.

Union Dispute Cancels Telecast Of

LONDON - The 'Song For Europe' Con- 
test, which is annually held at the Royal 
Albert Hall and regularly televised live by 
the BBC to an estimated 20 million viewers, 
was blacked out March 8 due to an in- 
dustrial dispute.

The cancellation of the Song For Europe 
contest, the show to select Britain's entry 
for the Eurovision Song Contest in 
Jerusalem on March 31st, came just two 
hours before the show was due to be 
screened from the Albert Hall. Singers and 
musicians were gathering on stage for final

Set For September 
MILAN - The 1979 International Music and 
High Fidelity Exhibition (SIM) will be held at 
the Milan Fair Ground and will last for five 
days from Sept. 6-10. Organizational and 
promotional work for the coming 13th an- 
nual exhibition is in full swing.

Jan. Sales Down 
In Japan Market 
TOKYO - The total record and tape sales 
in Japan were substantially down for the 
month of January, according to the Japan 
Phonograph Record Association. The sales 
decrease could generally be attributed to 
the letdown after the heavy sales of the holi- 
day season, but the January record sales 
for this year were also significantly down 
from January 1978 sales. 

$62 Million Gross 
The Japanese record industry overall in 

January grossed $62 million, which was 
down 33% from the previous month's sales 
total, and also down 11% from January 
1978. 

The sales of tapes were down by 35% 
from December, but due to the overall in- 
creased popularity of tapes in Japan, sales 
were up by 11% over the January 1978 
figure. The January 1979 sales total was 
$29 million.

pany address is: 8170 Beverly Blvd., L.A. (213) 476-1013 ... Ted Sclavos was recently 
named national disco coordinator for SMI. Sclavos worked previously with Salsoul .. 
Dave Chance has left Casablanca. Chance handled disco promotion in the northwest for 
the label ... Joe lantosca of Celebration in Boston is acting as disco consultant for a local 
TV documentary on disco, which will be filmed at the club March 20 for airing on WNAC- 
TV, the local CBS affiliate. Daric Rollins is the producer. Damon Harris and Roger Godfrey 
(of Alexander & The Nile) will be guests ... Josh Golden replaces Jim Norman as DJ at 
Circus Disco in L.A. Golden previously spun at Pips and Moody's ... Wayne Yee who spins 
at Shanghai Kelly in San Francisco is in this week's Disco Breaks spotlight. Wayne, who 
has been spinning for five years, says that imports go over big with the largely tourist crowd 
at Kelly. "A lot of the clientele are in the 30-45 age bracket. They don't know disco that well 
so as long as it is danceable, they will dance. That lets me play more imports without worry- 
ing." "Over and Over" by Disco Circus and "Suzie Q" by Easy Going are imports Wayne 
says go over well. 

FOREBODING CUTBACKS? - With the advent of a powerful network of disco radio sta- 
tions, many observers of the disco pool scene are debating the future of pools. When 
record companies had no avenues to expose their disco product other than the club level, 
pools provided invaluable distribution assistance. Many spokespersons see disco radio as 
having changed that equation. "With the advent of radio," says A.J. Miller, president of 
SCDDJA, "the pools and DJs have to be more active and visible. There is a lot of talk about 
labels cutting off pools. But without the discotheque, there is no disco radio. The pools that 
survive will be well -organized suppliers of valuable information and support." Last week, 
Arista began trimming both the service list of pools and individuals. "We are getting into 
disco with more enthusiasm," says Mag Eason of the label, "but we are also trying to start 
on the right foot. We were servicing 45 pools and that was determined to be too many 
promotional copies. We cut back on pools with the idea of keeping the major pools in any 
given area." Arista is now servicing around 20 pools. Among those cut are International 
Disco Rec. Center in N Y.. Disco Pool of America in Pennsylvania, Disco Active in Wiscon- 
sin, Southwest Record Pool in Arizona and the Las Vegas pool. "I can sympathize with the 
pools that are cut-off," says Eason. "But this is a business and the cutbacks bring our 
promotion copies from 3,000 down to 1,700 which is more manageable." The model list for 
which pools to keep and which to drop came from Atlantic. "We pretty much followed 
Atlantic's mailing list," says Eason, who also announced that Arista added last week 96-100 
disco radio stations to its mailing list. The addition was Arista's first move to service disco 
radio. The individual mailing list is also expected to be cut and Eason says "despite the cut- 
back, we encourage reporting DJs to stay in touch with us." ... West End is another com- 
pany that is cutting back service. "We practically have to sell 15,000 copies to cover our 
promo service," says Jim McDermott of the label. "Records are not free." West End 
currently services 32 pools, a cutback from 38. Among those affected are the Connecticut 
Record Pool in Stanford, Music Unlimited Street Jocks in Washington, D.C., and Disco 
Pool of America in Pennsylvania. "I expect to cut at least another four pools," says McDer- 
mott who adds that one of the affected pools had the temerity to send feedback on records 
shipped last November. In addition, West End trimmed its individual list by 50 people with 
another 100 to go . . . Norm Gardner of Fantasy says he is sending out detailed 
demographic questionnaires to pools for distribution to DJs. "I want to find out where my 
records are going," says Gardner. "I want to find out if pools are selling records for me." 
Saying that Fantasy is contemplating cutting some pools, Norm adds, "We are an indepen- 
dent label and can't afford to service thousands of records." With the completed 
demographic questionnaires, Norm hopes to make market books of information relevant 
to disco promotion for field personnel to use . . . Meanwhile, MK Dance Promotions has 
added a few pools to the service list: Rock City Disco Pool in Arkansas, Westchester int'l 
Rec. Pool in New Rochelle, and the Ohio Record Pool. "I used to think that the pools were in 
trouble because of the growth of disco radio," says Judy Weinstein of For The Record in 

N.Y., "but I don't anymore. Small pools may die but the major pools in major cities play an 
important role. Certain records will break on radio and certain ones will break in the clubs. 
The record companies need both."

Roy Thode, one of the DJs at the new club the Fun House in N.Y., 
is expected to hit the DJ circuit visiting a variety of clubs including Probe in L.A., which last 
Saturday held a "Black" party featuring the spinning of Richie Rivera from N.Y. and a live 
vocal over tracks performance by Keith Barrow . . . Studio One in L.A. recently held a 
"Heavy Metal Party" for men only. With Manny Slall spinning, Carrie Lucas and Linda 
Evans gave performances . . . Valerie Jurus is the DJ and video/lighting person for 
Jessica's, a new million dollar club in Concord, Calif.

kind of records they wanted. That wasn't 
what I wanted. So because I enjoy building 
an act from the ground up, I decided to 
produce unknown groups. I like creating 
new faces." 

While Henderson stressed that the 
technical stigma to jazz must be removed, 
he does not shirk a precision approach to 
music. 

`Communication is The Key' 
"To be a good- producer, it takes 

knowledge of all forms of music from 
symphonic to classical and even opera. In 

the studio with musicians, my goal is to 
have them do what they do best. If the 
player can read music easily, my instruc- 
tions will be technical and precise. If the 
player can't handle that approach, then I 

show him what I want. The key is com- 
munication." 

Henderson describes the At Home 
"sound" as "R&B bop or superfusion." 
Although the influences are clearly rooted 
in jazz and funk, Henderson feels that the 
sound has a unique approach which 
emphasizes a mixing of verbal and musical 
elements in such a way that neither 
overwhelms the other. 

"I understand that the verbal statement is 

the easiest music for anyone to com- 
prehend. When someone plays an instru- 
ment, the listener may not know what they 
are communicating. But words have simple 
meanings. My background is in instrumen- 
tle as president of the MusicDen retail 
playing with the need for communications 
in words." 

Well aware of the recent impact of disco,

Reporting to Zim- 
mermann, along with Mazza, are: Capitol 
Records vice presidents Rupert Perry 
(A&R), Bruce Wendell (promotion) and 
Dennis White (marketing); J. David Evans, 
president of Capitol -EMI of Canada, and 
Raoul Montano, general manager of 
Capitol's Angel Records subsidiary. 

Peter Goyak, vice president, administra- 
tion, Capitol/EMI America/United Artists 
Record Group, also reports to Zimmer- 
mann. 

The executives of Capitol Industries - 
EMI, Inc., who report to Menon, include 
Robert E. Carp, vice president and general 
counsel; Charles P. Fitzgerald, vice presi- 
dent, finance; Robert L. Franz, vice presi- 
dent, personnel and industrial relations, 
and Fredric Willms, vice president, 
business development and assistant to the 
chairman. 

Henderson feels that dance music has 
always played an important role. 

"What people are calling new is to me 
just another 'tag' for something that has 
been happening all along. Drums and pulse 
have always been there. Dancing and 
'disco' have always been in existence 
because rhythm cannot be separated from 
music. Go back to 'Scratch' by the 
Crusaders and you'll hear danceable 
music. The industry needs the 'tag' to 
market the sound." 

Henderson feels strongly that music 
has no color. As he puts it, there is music 
which is "regular vibrations" and there is 

noise which is "irregular vibrations." 
"I want to elevate black music to the point 

where one day there will be only one chart - the pop chart. That's what we're trying to 
do at At Home. We want to make universal 
music that touches people's ears. It's gonna 
be a fight. But I'm ready." 

While claiming that he still plays the 
same music as he did with the Crusaders, 
Henderson has moved into new areas of in- 
terest as can be heard on his current album 
on Polydor "Step In To Our Life" with Roy 
Ayers which went Top 10 Jazz and his 
forthcoming album on Polydor expected in 
April, tentatively titled "Miracle Man." 

Interest In Electronic Music 
"Basically, I play improvisational, un - 

tagged music. I like playing in a lyrical style 
as well as working a groove. However, on 
my upcoming album, I'm getting into elec- 
tronic music more. I don't believe in elec- 
tronic junk but if it is done in good taste, it 

sounds fine." 
On the album, Henderson is using a new 

polyphonic keyboard synthesizer called a 

quadra which he claims allows him to ex- 
periment with new chordal sounds as well 
as explore interesting rhythmic patterns. 
To balance the sound, he uses "vocal 
cushions" to pad the music and make it 
more accessible. 

More than three years ago, Henderson 
left The Crusaders and released solo LPs 
on ABC and Mercury, in addition to pursu- 
ing producing a wide range of other artists. 

Coming next month on Columbia is a 

new album by Ramsey Lewis which 
features Wayne Henderson production on 
three songs. Titled "Aquarius," the album, 
according to Henderson, is a collection of 
influences from classical to jazz, rock and 
funk. 

Other current projects for Henderson in- 
clude producing an album for Father's 
Children on Mercury and a new LP by Billy 
Cobham on Columbia. 

WCI Gives $1 Million 
.For NYU Film Center 
NEW YORK -A grant of $1 million has 
been awarded to New York University by 
Warner Communications Inc. as a major 
contribution toward the creation of a 

modern center for communications studies 
for the university's School of the Arts. 

The new facility, to be named the Warner 
Communications Center, will become a 

permanent home for the school's Institute 
of Film and Television, which also offers 
programs in cinema studies. The project, 
which will accommodate 1,250 students, is 
expected to cost $3.5 million. 

A major component of the center will be a 
cinematheque theatre, accessible to the 
public, where film classics and works by In- 
stitute students can be screened. Other 
facilities will include three television 
studios, two mixing/dubbing/recording 
studios, an acting studio, nine screening 
rooms, three theatres, a sound stage, 40 
editing rooms for film and videotape and a 
complete complement for the study of still 
photography, including dark rooms.
