EDITORIAL 'f The Price Is Right

In the wake of discussions on alternative pricing structures for
new artists at the recent NARM convention, and similar com-
ments from rack jobbers in this week’s survey article (page 8). we
believe that the following editorial from the Oct. 7, 1978 issue of
Cash Box warrants reprinting. While a number of industry ex-
ecutives responded favorably to the concept presented therein,
no concrete action has yet been taken on this or any other
variable pricing proposal for new acts.

New artists are the lifeblood of the music business. This
hackneyed phrase is certainly valid, but the practical application
of this philosophy is not being developed to its fullest potential.

Young, talented artists are being signed daily by small and
large record companies alike. Millions of dollars are being spent
on putting these talents to vinyl, and sometimes an extensive
marketing and promotional campaign follows. Realistically, no
record company can be expected to commit substantial sums of
money for every album thatis released. But, we believe that there

is a way to increase exposure and sales of records by these un-
known artists, while at the same time encouraging the consumer
to be more willing to take a chance on lesser known acts.

We propose a sliding scale of suggested retail list prices to
cover the various career stages that artists pass through. The
easiest way to establish such a scale would be to base it on the
sales history of the respective act.

For example, a completely unknown artist might list for $6.98, a
proven 250,000 unit sefler would list for $7.98, a gold album
achiever for $8.98 and platinum artists for $9.98, and so on. The
categories may not have to be defined so closely, or they may be
broken down even further.

The basic concept is to make the struggling artist a more at-
tractive purchase. As it now stands, these aspiring artists are not
only competing for the same airwaves, but the same dollars
against Fleetwood Mac, Eagles. etc.

If new artists are truly the lifeblood of the business, let's give
them a needed transfusion of life.

One-Stops Act As Umbrella
For Mom And Pop Stores

NEW YORK — One-stops, which have
traditionally been little more than record
suppliers to their accounts, have in many
cases expanded the scope of their services.
As the priorities of primary wholesalers
have swung towards larger retail chains in
the wake of the “retail explosion,” one-
stops like Richman Brothers, Sound Un-
limited, and Danjay have stepped in with
broad-ranging service packages, inciuding
a“brand name,” to service the increasingly
unattended-to needs of the “mom and pop
shops.”

Danjay Music in Denver is a prototype for
this operation. The one-stop sells ex-
clusively to an independently owned group
of 92 retail stores that carry the name
Budget Records and Tapes. President
Evan Lasky described Danjay's
relationship to its retailers as a “marriage”
(Cash Box, April 7). “There are a lot of in-
tangibles,” he explained. “It's very personal
and caring. A lot of other racks wouldn't un-
derstand; the babysitting aspect turns them
off. But any small businessman has every-
day problems, and most of them on that
level are not the best business people,
which is why there are so many failures on
thatlevel. Infact, the mom and pop storesin
general are destined for failure unless they
have a one-stop’s support.”

Fit Into The Family

Lasky picks an average of two clients
from the 150 requests he claims to get
monthly, based on the client’s ability to “fit
into the family.” “Then we'll give them ideas
for fixtures and other needs,” said Lasky.
“But our stores are very individualistic,” he
added. "While we insist that the name
Budget Records and Tapes appear on the
store. if the owner wants it preceded by his

name, he can have that identification. |
don't finance any initial inventory — neither
does McDonald's. We will extend credit
where due, but for the most part, I'm strict
with them. The more you let them get into
you, the worse it is for them.”

Another such operation is run by the
Richman Brothers One-Stop of
Philadelphia, which has 28 accounts bear-
ing the name Music Library. A distinctive
characteristic of this organization is that all
its accounts are black. According to Jerry
Richman, one of the one-stop’s owners,
“We have provided a service that will en-
able small black retailers to get co-op ad-

LOS ANGELES — Increased freight costs,
sharply curtailed shipping schedules and
dwindling supplies of hit product were the
major disruptions facing the record in-
dustry on the eve of renewed bargaining
talks in the week-old trucking strike and
lockout.

Trucking Management Inc., the in-
dustry's bargaining arm, ordered the lock-
out on April 2 after the Teamsters Union
called a series of selective strikes. About
235,000 Teamsters are affected by the
lockout by 500 participating trucking firms.

As officials of the union and manage-
ment were set to resume negotiations atthe
Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service
in Washington, D.C., a spokesman for the
Carter administration was quoted as saying
that the strike was expected to last at least
another week. He reportedly said the
government would wait a week to 10 days
before seeking a back to work order under
the Taft Hartley Act.

Manufacturing executives for the most
part were optimistic last week in downplay-
ing the strike's impact on the record
business. But they agreed that a prolonged
nationwide strike by the trucking industry
could result in severe product shortages
and reduced sales.

‘Minimal Effect’

“The effect for the firstcouple of days has
been minimal,” said Vic Faraci, executive
vice president of Warner/Elektra/Atlantic
Corp. “Atthis pointwe do not anticipate any
major problems nor changes regarding the
marketing of our product.”

But he added that “a prolonged walkout

Industry Execs Using Care In
Order To Maximize Ad Dollars

LOS ANGELES — Faced with continually
increasing media costs and relatively cons-
tant budgets during the last two years. in-
house advertising agencies and depart-
ments at major record companies have
become more prudent and selective in
making decisions on ad buys. In an effortto
maximize ad dollars, label execs and media
buyers are closely monitoring feedback
from the field, including retailers, merchan-
disers and distributors as well as sales
force members, to measure the effec-
tiveness of advertising in each market.

In the creative and planning stages of
each campaign, budgets are usually seton
an album-by-album basis, after the product
has been listened to and an artist or act's
past sales performance, if any, has been
evaluated and input from the label's
marketing. sales and promotion executives
is weighed. Depending on what happens
after the album has beenreleased, budgets
may often change in response to sales.

Research Varies

A Cash Box survey found that while
several label ad agencies and departments
are following the trend of commercial firms
in employing market research as a
guideline for decision-making on ad buys,
the extent it is utilized varies. Radio still
commands the greatest percentage of ad
budgets, with consumer and trade print
used to reinforce radio and build sales
momentum.

Although most label ad execs indicated
that television advertising has been used
on a number of occasions in the past,
usually for artists whose LP sales can justify
the expense — at least one label is cutting
down on TV campaigns this year due to

doubts over its effectiveness in reaching
the targeted audience with minimum
overlap on non-targeted viewers. There
was also some discrepancy between the
labels over the effectiveness of multi-album
ads, as some companies felt that it was
minimal while others emphasized that they
could stimulate sales on a number of best-
selling records.
Professionalism

“We've increased our professionalism,”
noted Shelley Cooper, director of advertis-
ing for Warner Bros. Records. *Qur em-
ployees now have more agency experience
and Rochelle Staub, our director of
research and special projects, monitors the
effects of our advertising. In pre-planning,

would obviously affect the delivery of
product not only to our seven stocking
branches but also to our customers. If you
couldn't get product to the marketplace, it
would be a very difficult situation.”

Other major vendors — including CBS,
RCA, Capitol and MCA — were utilizing air
cargo, United Parcel Service trucks and
busesin an attemptto getaround the strike.
And at least one manufacturer said that
while union truckers were being used in
areas of the country unaffected by the
strike, it would resort to hiring non-union
carriers if necessary to get the records to
market.

A spokesman for CBS Records in New
York said the strike-was having “an obvious
effect” on getting goods to the market-
place. “I don’t think you can have a major
disruption like this without having some ef-
fect,” he noted. “We're handling what we
can, and goods are being moved, but it's at
a pace and schedule that’s quite slow.”

While the company was using many of its

Promoters Plan
Woodstock i

NEW YORK — A second Woodstock
Festival is being organized by promoters
John Morris and Michael Wadleigh, who
plan to hold the event on August 15-17, the
tenth anniversary of the original festival.

Though a site has not been determined,
the promoters are hoping thatitcan be held
near the original festival site in Bethel, N.Y.
Meetings were held last week in Albany with
New York State officials, but an arrange-
ment has yet to be reached with local
authorities, who must give their permission
first. “We want to be in a community that
wants us.” Morris said, “and Bethel is still a
possibility. Butthisis a 1979 concert. It's not
a nostalgic event, so there’s validity in
holding it someplace else.”

Marris. who booked the acts for the first
Woodstock, and Wadleigh, who directed
the film of the 1969 event, have reportedly
reached financial agreements with CBS
Records. which will issue a soundtrack LP
on Portrait Records, and Orion Pictures,
which will produce the film. Frank Bar-
salona, president of Premier Talent, will
book the acts. Morris declined to identify
which artists had been approached, but
said that bill would feature 30 acts, in-
cluding 10 from the first festival, 10 of the
“most musically important people of to-
day.” and 10 “up-and-coming” artists.

Estimating that the first Woodstock cost
about $3 million to produce, the promoters

said they were prepared to spend “almost

Rack Jobbers Attempting To
React Quickly To New Artists

LOS ANGELES — While only a few rack
jobbers have programs specifically de-
signed to expose new acts to their cus-
tomers. a nationwide survey reveals that
racks are trying to react more quickly to
new artists.

The survey also found rack jobbers
enthusiastic about the concept of variable
pricing, to help break new acts and to move
catalog albums as well as albums falling
from the charts.

Despite the relative lack of superstar
nroductin the past few months, most of the
rack jobbers surveyed did not feel that
record companies were putting more pres-
sure on them to help break new acts.

“The manufacturers don't push us un-

iess they're pretty damn sure a record’'s a
hit,” explains John Kaplan, Handleman
Company executive vice president. “They
want us to stock their new acts, but they
want to be sure that the product won't be
coming back.”

Pickwick Programs

Pickwick International, the nation's
largest rack jobber, has a number of pro-
grams designed to help expose new acts.
These include tracking of breakout sta-
tions nationwide, new music tapes dis-
tributed to rack outlets, “emphasis album”
specials and in-store video displays on
Pickwick's Channel 1000 system.

"Racks are trying to help create the
market as opposed to reflecting it,” says
Eric Paulson, general manager of Pick-
wick's rack sales and services division. "By
keeping a national tracking sheet pin-
pointing the breakout stations. we keep
ourselves aware.

“"With our new music tapes, we program
the tapes ourselves and send them out with
point of purchase materials to our Sears,
Montgomery Ward and other rack loca-
tions. We've been doing that for about a
year and a half.

Paulson says the “emphasis album” pro-
gram has a regional outlook, and some-
times features new acts. But he is most ex-
cited about the Channel 1000 in-store video
system, which can also feature new acts.
There are 35 Channel 1000s in operation
now and another 70 are due in the next few
months.

“We would like to have 1000 Channel
1000s in both our rack and retail outlets as
soon as we can,” adds Paulson. “When we
do we will be able to reach five million
people monthly. It will make Pickwick the
only non-FCC controlled network in the
country.”

Programs to help break new acts are
also used by Handleman and Lieberman
Enterprises, the second and third largest

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——NEW FACES TO WATCH
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Rockets

John "The Bee’ Badanjek and Jim
McCarty. co-founders of the Rockets, go
way back. Back to Detroit in 1961. when
they were thirteenyears old. fooling around
with Japanese instruments in the attic. and
listening to rock ‘n’ roll.

They never turned back. First. Badanjek
says. they did "the wedding band trip."
Then. when they were in their mid-teens,
they met Bill Livice, an intense. pale white
kid who sang blue-eyed soul with a pas-
sion. Together, they formed a band called
Billy Bee & The Riverias. A local disc jockey
sent tapes of the band to producer Bob
crewe. who asked the Riverias to come to
New York.

When they arrived, Crewe changed the
band's name to Mitch Ryder and the De-
troit Wheels. The name stuck; Badaniek
and McCarty stayed in New York for four
years. from 1963 to 1967. Badanjek had to
quit school at 16, and although he
drummed on such rock classics as “Deuvil
With The Blue Dress” and “Jenny Take A
Ride.” he has mixed feelings about the De-
troit Wheels' experience. “The music was
great.” he recalls, "‘but other parts weren't
so great. The producer, the company. they
controlled our whole lives, man.'

In'67. Mitch Ryder went soto, Badanjek
went back to Detroit. and McCarty. who had
developedinto an excellentguitarist, joined
a succession of bands. including the
Siegal-Schwall Band. the Buddy Miles Ex-
press. and Cactus. After a short-lived at-
tempt to reunite with Ryder in a band called
Detroit in 1971. Badanjek called up
McCarty, who was doing session work in
Memphis. Did McCarty want to be in a De-
troit rock and roll band?

McCarty did. and the first incarnation of
the Rockets took shape. They played the
midwest bar circuit for four years. but their
break never came.

McCarty got work with the James Mont-
gomery Band and worked on a Bob Seger
album. Badanjek flew to Toronto towork on
Alice Cooper's “Welcome To My Night-
mare." LP and then went to Los Angeles to
drum for Dr. John. But they still had the itch
to try and make it with their own band.

So they tried again in 1976. Dave Gilbert
was brought in as vocalist, Dennis Robbins
held down rhythm guitar, Donny Backus
was added on keyboards. and Dan Keylon
took over the bass guitarist’'s spot. Detroit
producer Don Davis heard the revamped
band and signed them to his production
company and, later. to his new label,
Tortoise Records.

Unfortunately, though. the album that re-
sulted. “Love Transfusion,” didn’t. in the
Bee’'s word’'s, “have the balls it needed.
The band still went on successful national
tours. though. opening for Kiss, Aerbsmith
and Bob Seger.

The Rockets picked southern ace John-
ny Sandlin to produce their nextalbum. and
they spent nearly three months in Macon'’s
Capricorn Studios. In the spring of '78. the
band was asked to play for Eric Clapton's
birthday party, an invitation which proved
fortunate, as Clapton later recommended
the band highly to his RSO label.

After legal hassles were cleared up. the
band did. in fact, sign with RSO, and the re-
sult is their new self-titled album. plenty of
label support, acurrenttour with the Boom-
town Rats, and another tour scheduled for
this summer.
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Billy Thorpe

Capricorn artist Billy Thorpe may be a
new face to American rock fans, but in his
native Australia. the singer-composer-qui-
tarist has been one of the most successful
and revered pop figures of the past decade.
In fact. it was his extensive and continual
popularity down under which led Thorpe to
look to new horizons to conquer. thus mov-
ing to the U.S. a couple years ago to ready
his first American release. “"Children Of The
Sun.”

On his new album. Thorpe explores the
world of science fiction/space fantasy rock
n’' roll. collaborating with producer Spen-
cer Proffer to create a plethora of stunning
audio special effects. These recorded ef-
fects vividly simulate the sound of space-
ships shooting through the gataxy. the in-
vasion of alien beings and the transporting
of human life to a new destiny in outer
space. However. sci-fi rock is only the lat-
est strain of contemporary music
Thorpe. whose Austratian background in-
cludes successful endeavors into hard
rock. acoustic folk and pop-rock styles.

When he was 16, Thorpe began his pro-
fessional music career. forming a rock ‘n'
roll band called the Aztecs which quickly
became a mainstay attraction on the Aus-
tralian pop charts. After several years with
the Aztecs. Thorpe left the group and en-
tered into the acoustic stage of his career.
writing alarge number of compositions and
playing a variety of acoustic-style con-
certs. performing mostly as a soloist.

Finally in the mid '70s. Thorpe reformed
the Aztecs. and achieved superstar status
in Australia for the third time, enjoying
single and album chart success and play-
ing a loud brand of rock ‘n’ rolt to large
crowds at Australian rock festivals. But
after hitting the top of the pop charts on
three separate occasions. Thorpe needed a
new challenge. so he decided to move to
L.A. and tackle the U.S. market.

Upon arrival in the States with his
manager, Robert Raymond, Thorpe met
producer/composer Spencer Proffer and
the two immediately hit it off and began
planning for Thorpe’s debut U.S. album. In
pre-production discussions with Proffer
Thorpe began to formulate a celestial-like
concept for the album which would at-
tempttocapture the same spacefantasy on
record as “Star Wars" and “Close En-
counters” conveyed on film.

“l had been a science fiction buff for
years.” Billy explains, “but (my interest in
sci-fi) was nowhere near the extent of fas-
cination that people (in the U.S.) were into. |
had a vague idea for some time about (writ-
ing) a novella of extraterrestial visitation.
but it didn’t start coming into focus until |
was surrounded with all this keen interest.
Gradually. the idea to incorporate this sci-fi
imagery into a rock album became con-
crete as | talked to Spencer about it.”

The result of Thorpe's fascination with
science fiction is “Children Of The Sun.” an
album which features a progressive.
innovative concept on side two, with side
one containing four selections displaying
Thorpe's more mainstream. straight-ahead
rock execution.

Now with the album completed and re-
leased. Thorpe looks forward to promot-
ing the LP with his first U.S. tour "I've al-
ways dreamed of touring the U.S.. and now
with the album out. I'll get thatchance.” said
Thorpe.

Blondie Gains U.S. Success,
Puts Image In Perspective

LOS ANGELES — You wouldn't think a
group that is virtually on the doorstep of
worldwide success. with a Top Ten single.
“"Heart Of Glass.” and a Top Twenty album.
‘Parallel Lines.” currently bulleting up the
Cash Box charts, would be particularly
worried. However. Blondie. according to
guitarist Chris Stein. is "desperately trying
to regain control of our image.” It is little
wonder. though. considering the number of
disparate labels the band has been tagged
with since its inception in the mid-1970s.
from primal punk to sex rock to discofied
pop.

The punk/newwave moniker cameshor-
tly after the band’s first raw gigs at such
New York punk strongholds as CBGB’s and
Max's Kansas City. At that time. the group
consisted of Stein, platinum-tressed
Deborah Harry (who many still believe to be
Blondie) on lead vocals. Clem Burke on
drums and bassist Gary Valentine. since
replaced by Nigel Harrison. Frank Infante
on guitar and James Destri on keyboards
were added a year ago. Although their im-
age may have been fashionably English
mod and some of the songs lyrically out-
rageous. the band now disdains the punk
connection.

“In the beginning. the image was more
conscious than the music. The music was
just what we all fell into: it came about more
naturally. Ornginally. everybody thought we
were punk. which is just one part of new
wave. New wave really refers to just a time
period. where a ot of younger artists were
coming up and experimenting with new
music. There are a ot of negative elements
in punk rock which we have always tried to
avoid.” reflected Stein.

Sexy Appeal

Nevertheless. Deborah Harry's sexy ap-
peal as frontperson and the small but fer-
vent cult audience of new wave fans the
group continued to attract was in part
responsible for getting the band its first
recording contract with Private Stock
Records. The first Blondie album. simply
titted “Blondie,” was released in December
1976. After a brief tour of the United States.
both solo and backing up David Bowie and
lagy Pop. the band left for its first English
tour in mid-1977. meeting with scant
success. The band then switched labels
from Private Stock to Chrysalis and took off
for a second tour of England. which was
more widely accepted. When the band
came back from an extensive trip of
Europe. Australia and the Far East. they
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had their first English hit. “"Denis.” from
their first Chrysalis LP. “Plastic Letters.”

“"We couldn't believe it stated Harry.
"We came back to England seven months
after the tour and we had a hit record. We
weren't even n the country.’

The “Plastic Letters” album gained a
considerable amount of attention for the
group throughout Europe but it failed to
make a substantial impression on
American record buyers. (n early 1978,
Blondie made its debut tour of Japan and
embarked on its second tour of Europe and
its third trip to England. returning to the Un-
ited States in March for only its second
national tour.

PublishersWarnedToProtect
Interstate In Licensing Video

LOS ANGELES — Music publishers were
warned against pinning themselves down
to statutory rates in the licensing of syn-
chronization rights for film, TV, video
cassettes and video discs at an April 3
luncheon sponsored by the Association of
Independent Music Publishers (AIMP). A
panel of attorneys and AIMP officers told
the publishers that the advent of video
cassettes and discs opens up anew income
source. but they added thatthere is curren-
tly no agreed formula for deciding the value
of their synchronization licenses.

‘The emergence of the audio-visual disc
or cassette can no longer be disregarded,”
said Vince Perrone, vice president and
general counsel for Screen Gems-
Colgems. “Synchronization licensing of
video discs and cassettes can produce
great revenue. We have to scrutinize the
various licensing methods open to us.

“At Screen Gems we have recognized
that this is a new industry and it's difficult to
determine the amount of payment due,”
added Perrone. “We believe it is important
to let the industry emerge while protecting
our interests.”

Mickey Goldsen, AIMP president. recen-
tly saw a demonstration of the MCA video
disc system and he explained the new

BMA Sets Agenda

NEW YORK — The Black Music Associa-
tion (BMA) will hold its Founder’s Confer-
ence June 8 through 11inPhiladelphia. The
conference, whose theme will be “Bringing
Minds Alive,” will include seminars, forums,
and panel discussions exploring issues
such as methods of tapping and entering
international markets with black music
product, alternatives for small black music
merchandisers as they relate to large
recording manufacturers, means of
improving audience acceptance of black
music artists, and means of enhancing the

image of black music and its artists.
Special events of the conference will in-
clude a ribbon cutting ceremony to of-
ficially open the conference, which city and
state regresentatives are scheduled to at-
tend: sp=eches by Rev. Dr. Leon Sullivan,
Chairman of Opportunities Industrializa-
tion Certer, Inc., and Earl Graves, pub-
lisher of Black Enterprise magazine; and
the prerriere of a film produced by BMA's
fcontinued on page 27)

medium to the gathering. But although
Goldsen was enthusiastic about the poten-
tial of video discs, he added that, “we are all
shooting in the dark asking for fees in this
area.”

Martin Cohen of the AIMP repeatedly
cautioned the publishers to take strong
bargaining positions in licensing syn-
chronization rights, noting that the law of
supply and demand is applicable to such
licensing.

“If your song isn't crucial to the project,
you can'tget much forit,” explained Cohen.
“But if you have specific music that a pic-
ture needs, you should make a killing.”

Cohen told the publishers they should be
sure to retain all ancilliary rights for future
uses of licensed music, including cable
television and video recordings. Cohen
also pointed out that music licensing is
much different in the U.S. thanin Europe. In
Europe, performance fees are taken out of
box office receipts at theatres, but here
theatres aren’t licensed and publishers
receive all their fees from the licensing of
synchronization and performance rights to
the studios.

Mary Williams of Mary Williams Music
reported that her company is already
getting calls from video cassette producers
who want to use her music and she urged
the publishers to use restraint in
negotiating with such users.

‘Any medium that keeps a song before
the public is good,” Williams commented.
“But stay within reasonable fee limits or
producers will avoid using your material.”

‘Hang Tough’

Attorney Al Schlesinger voiced the con-
sensus of the panelists when he told the
publishers to “hang tough” in negotiating
synchronization licenses.

“Don’t give in too cheaply and reserve
the right to renegotiate,” said Schlesinger.
“Proprietors need users, but the users
should pay their appropriate share.”

In response to a question from a
publisher who apparently has cause to
seek legal remedies against an un-
authorized user, Schlesinger cited the Jef-
ferson Starship case which he said almost
completely negated the rights of personal
managers in California.

“Before you bring suit for using without
proper authorization, make sure you have a
winning case,” cautioned Schlesinger. “A
weak case could hurt our industry.”

EAST COASTINGS — COSTELLO RECANTS — When Elvis Costello, looking pale
and tense, walked into a crowded conference room inside CBS headquarters March
30, he had some explaining to do. An incident which occurred March 16 in Columbus,
Ohio, had been reported in the Village Voice March 28, and many people, including
several prominent black CBS executives, were visibly upset. According to the Voice
report, Costello, in the course of an anti-American tirade during an argument with
members of Steve Stills’ entourage and Bonnie Bramiett, made racially disparaging re-
marks, some directed against James Brown and Ray Charles. Bramlett then slapped
Costello, and a scuffle between his road crew and Stills’ ensued ... At the press
conference, Costello began, “It seems that it is necessary for me to come here today to
make just one statement, which is that |
am not aracist.” Costello went on to say
that the details of the brawl were con-
fused, and that he was “misquoted out
of context.” As he explained it, “in the
course of this argument it became
necessary for me to outrage these
people with about the most obnoxious
and offensive remarks that | could
muster to rid myself of their presence.
worked pretty good."Costello empha-
sized that, “I've just come here to Kill it
(the racial remarks) stone dead,” and
then opened up the floor to questions.
Many of the queries were either un-
educated or foolish, but Costello carried
on sometimes testily, but often with
good humor. At the end of the confer-
ence, Costello said, “I'm not afraid to
use the word ‘apologize’,” and he then
sent his apologies to Charles and Brown, and left. . . . The next night Costello played the
Palladium, wearing a silver lame jacket and accepting the crowd's calls for an encore.

Will he return to these
shores?

NASHVILLE MUNICIPAL AUDITORIUM —
The Styx roving rock show rolled into
Nashville for the first time and completely
mesmerized a sell-out crowd of 9,900
screaming fans, who let the group im-
mediately know they had been sorely
missed.

Styx seems to possess all those qualities
that constitute a good rock 'n’ roll show.
They have power, they have talent, but most
of all they have a solid dose of flair and pan-
ache, and they know how to keep an
audience entertained. And on this par-
ticular occasion, they had one other extra,
the Babys.

The five English rockers gave their fair
share in helping to make the evening a
success. They served up a diverse musical
selection dripping with hot licks and cool
showmanship. The tantalizing set featured
cuts from their latest album “Head First,”
and of course their latest, “"Every Time |
Think Of You''

Then the time arrived for the Main Event,
as Styx is billing their current tour. Amid
much fanfare and flourish, Styx pounced
on stage and delivered its double-barrel
brand of rock and roll. A Styx show can best
be described as raw energy polished with
class and the 90-minute plus set was
flavored primarily with out and out rockers.

However. some of the better moments
came when the pace was slowed ever so
slightly with some of the ballads that have
earmarked Styx as one of the leading rock
bands. One such moment featured the
diminutive Tommy Shaw and his prolific
“Crystal Ball.” Standing alone, front and
center, the song took on an almost ethereal
quality. Not to be outdone by the energetic
Shaw, Dennis DeYoung proceeded into a
rendition of “Lady,” complete with piano
rising out of the floor. DeYoung perched in
front of it, and the familiar chords of the
opening bar drifting through the audience.

When a band can retain the same high-
powered output on the encore number as it
had on the opening song, and the level
hasn't diminished in the slightest, then in-
deed that band has earned the rightto label
itstour “The Main Event.” If this concertwas
any proof, Styx has earned that right.

OPERA HOUSE, SAN FRANCISCO —
Some people told Sylvester it could not be
done. Those observers doubted that
America was ready for an outrageous black
man who has fong been an underground
disco kingpin. However, because of an
exceptional sense of taste and style and
finely tuned singing abilities, Sylvester is
proving the doubters wrong. He is making
music that everyone can enjoy.

Surrounded by a 24-piece orchestra, a
straight-ahead rhythm band and his fine,
rotund background singers, Martha Wash
and Izora Rhodes of Two Tons Of Fun, Syl-
vester stood on the stage and acknowl-
edged the screams of adoration from his
hometown San Francisco fans. They clear-
ly loved him; and the energy and en-
thusiasm of his show demonstrated that the
feeling was mutual. After years of playing
the bar scene, Sylvester's appearance at
the lush Opera House was a tribute to the
loyalty of his following.

The show opened with “Body Strong,”
one of the four cuts included on Sylvester's
upcoming album on Fantasy called “Stars.”
In addition to debuting material from the
new Harvey Fuqua-produced LP, the show
was recorded for a live album.

The stage of the Opera House was de-
corated with huge pink fans, a recurrent
Sylvester motif. The fan concept is ap-
propriate because Sylvester worked up
quite a sweat in his flowing pink garb and
silver loin belt. In the midst of the earlier
numbers, Sylvester was surprised by an
on-stage visit by a representative of San
Francisco mayor Dianne Feinstein who de-
clared the day of the concert “Sylvester
Day” in San Francisco.

After intermission, Sylvester demon-
strated his abilities with a wide variety of
material, singing sensitive scat songs
reminiscent of Billie Holiday and avariety of
other ballads.

However. the finest moments of the show
were the building fever on tracks such as “I
Who Have Nothing,” Sylvester's current
single, and I Need Somebody To Love To-
night.” The first of many encores. “Disco
Heat.” had the aisles of the Opera House

EL CAMINO HIGH SCHOOL, WOODLAND
HILLS — Suburban Woodland Hills is a
mere 20 minutes from Hollywood but is still
considered ‘out-of-town’ for touring acts
and a prep spot before L.A. A high school,
though, is a far cry from a showcase club
and the teenage audiences can be a true
test of any rock ‘n’ roll band’s mettle.

The Tulsa-based Dwight Twilley Band,
coming off of opening night on the road
since the completion of its third album, was
fortunate enough to encounter a well-
behaved although somewhat thin crowd of
both fans and curious students, who
welcomed the relief of Twilley's melodic
pop-rock after two sets of bludgeoning
heavy metal from a pair of local groups.

Charging straight into “I'm On Fire,”
perhaps its best known single from the
critically-acclaimed “Sincerely” LP, the
band appeared to be a little raw and
frontman Twilley's movements onstage
were unsure and tentative but the audience
hardly noticed. Charmed by Twilley's
boyishly handsome looks and his bit-
tersweet vocals, reminiscent of his good
friend Tom Petty, the large number of girls
hovering close to the lip of the stage
squealed with delight.

Without the strong vocal assistance of
tormer drummer Phil Seymour on lead and
harmony, Twilley now handles most of the
singing himself, burying his voice in a wall
of echo, with varying degrees of success.
On the new songs from the “Twilley” album,
such as “Betsy Sue” and “Alone In My
Room,” his voice occasionally broke off
and the lack of practice showed. But on
“TV,” just one of the songs in the band’s
repertoire that owes a heavy debt to Elvis
Presley, and a cover of Jerry Lee Lewis’
“Great Balls Of Fire,” Twilley exuded a lot
more confidence and abandon with the rest
of the group following right on his heels. Bill
Pitcock IV on lead guitar, a mainstay of the
quartet, with Jerry Naifeh on drums and Jim
Lewis on bass, show positive signs of evolv-
ing into a more solid unit behind Twilley but
their potential is as yet unrealized.

Twilley has more than enough compell-
ing energy and consistently engaging
material to make it as an outstanding live
act. With a little more polish and practice it
will be well on its way. michael glynn

THE PALLADIUM, N.Y.C. — Nazareth, now
a quintet with the addition of Zal Cleminson
on guitar, satisfied an emotional Palladium
crowd with a combination of hard-core
heavy metal rock and a dash of softer. more
sensitive songs.

The band featured selections from their
eleventh A&M album, “No Mean City,” as
well as older favorites like “Hair Of The
Dog.” “Born To Love.” and “Beggars Day.”
The entire two-hour show was charac-
terized by solid professionalism. as eviden-
ced by the group’s plausible, albeit un-
refined musicianship, and their bombastic
lighting and stage effects.

Surprisingly, Nazareth’s softer numbers
garnered the loudest crowd reaction of the
evening. Indeed, when Cleminson, Pete
Agnew and Manny Charlton formed a trio
on acoustic guitars and did “The Wrong
Time.” an old Spooky Tooth song. and then
plunged into “Cocaine,” their intertwining
quitars were mysteriously more powerful
than their booming heavy metal
trademarks. The other highlight of the
evening was Dan McCafferty’'s excelient
vocals and finely crafted, arabesque guitar
solos on “L.ove Hurts.”

TKO. a new band with a debut album on
Infinity called “Let It Roll,” opened the
show. The group hails from the Pacific
northwest. has the same management as
Heart, and sounds very similar to Van
Halen. Brad Sinsel, the lead singer, has lots
of room for improvement; he presently
sounds like an imitation of David Johansen
imitating Mick Jagger. However, Tony
Bortke and Rick Pierce, the band’'s
quitarists. displayed an admirable
proficiency within their heavy metal idiom.
And. most encouraging of all. TKO received
a warm reception from the demanding
Palladium crowd.

THE GOLDEN BEAR, HUNTINGTON
BEACH — The transition from a band of
seasoned studio musicians to a new perfor-
ming unit within a matter of months can
sometimes be rough, especially when a
group has yetto establish a solid identity for
itself. Add to that the expectations created
by a highly successful debut album and the
pressure can be severe. Playing before an
audience of friends and new fans, the Marc
Tanner Band’'s two sets here, only an hour
from its home turf of L.A., appeared all the
more amazing as caution was thrown to the
winds and the group plunged headfirstinto
aseamless display of turbocharged rock 'n’
roil.

Although most of the material delivered
was from the “No Escape” LP, the band did
not attempt to offer a note-for-note copy of
the songs but souped them up with some
dynamic dual guitar interplay between axe-
men Michael Stevens and Irvin Kramer.
Compositions such as “Never Again,”
“Your Tears Don't Lie,” “Getaway" and
“Crawlin’ " were given a searing treatment
that cut through the air of the club with
knife-like accuracy.

Softer numbers, such as “She’s So High”
and “Lady In Blue" benefitted from the
delicate shadings of Steve Lyle Olitsky on

keyboards and Stephen Mann on sax and
flute, while the mid-tempo tunes
“Spotlight” and the hit-bound “Elena” were
supported by the bouncy, rolling rhythms
provided by Ron Edwards on bass and Joe
Romersa handling rock steady drumming.

Although the self-effacing lead singer of
the group, Marc Tanner, constantly en-
couraged well-deserved accolades for the
group, he was undeniably the focus of at-
tention throughout the show. With his
charismatic presence and powerfully dis-
tinctive vocals, stretching notes to the limit,
he looked particularly at ease, moving both
on stage and off, and was afforded a good
deal of room with the vocal assistance of
Linda Stevens.

The band continues to show promise in
expanding itsrepertoire, as Tanner donned
dark green shades for an amusingly sar-
castic encore number, entitled “Hollywood
Star.” Midway through the set, Tanner said,
"l see a lot of old friends here and,
hopefully, by the end of the evening we'll
have made some new ones.” As the last
notes faded and the crowd came to its feet,
his prediction had become a reality.

PALLADIUM THEATRE. NEW YORK —
When Roxy Music broke up a couple of
years ago. the band was ahead of its time.
Since then. the group’s most innovative
qualities. i.e., cosmopolitan chic imagery,
cerebral lyrics delivered with conver-
sational vocatls. and a style of rock and rol!
almost devoid of rock’s root idiom inflec-
tions. have all become popular through the
success of Talking Heads, disco, and the
Cars. L.ast week, for the group’s first local
performance since their reformation, they
seemed eminently like a group whose time
has finally come.

Although most of the group’s material
came from its new Atco LP, “Manifesto.”
the group drew from a broad pool of older
material. with tunes like “Do The Strand,”
‘Street Life,” “Virginia Plain,” and "Love Is
The Drug.” Although the show was initially
beset by a sound mix that was too heavy on
the bass and drums, about halfway through
the set the band found its groove,
highlighted by sax player Andy Mackay and
bassist Gary Tibbs duck-walking across
the stage together.

Despite the group's reputation for
theatricality. it is as a hard rock unit that
they shine. Bassist Tibbs and keyboardist
Dave Skinner, who are new, drummer Ed-
die Jobson, and saxist Mackay, who is the
group’s best instrumental voice, provide a
hard-driving background behind the
somewhat tentative quitar solos of Phil
Manzanera and the fey vocalizing of Bryan
Ferry. But Ferry surely vindicated himself
as the band’s front man. Resplendent in an
overly broad-shouldered caramel colored
leather suit, and as obsessively clean cutas
ever, his stage presence continues to be
the band’s high card in the media game.

The show opened with MCA artists the
Atlantics. Though they are Boston-based
and play a clean brand of post new wave
power pop. they did notimpress as having
either the individuality or maturity of their
local contemporaries. the Cars. However,
the group did play several catchy,
memorable tunes. “When You're Young,”
in fact, sounds like it could be a hit. But for
the most part, the group appeared tohavea
way to go before its show could be called

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NORTHWEST RADIO CONFERENCE — Disappointment with the Arbitron ratings ser-
vice was one of the most discussed topics at the First Anti/Muscolo Northwest Radio
Conference in Seattle on March 30-31. “There was a lot of negative talk about the Ar-
bitron.” said Steve West, the PD at KJR/Seattle, who chaired the convention's session
on general programming. “Much of the discussion centered around people on the
programming side — what they can do to lead general and sales managers away from
the Arbitron and make them realize that if they don't find something else it will kill the
business.” Bill Dudley, PD at KASH/Eugene and chairman on secondary and small
markets meeting, agreed with West by saying, “The northwest has a total abhorrence
for the Arbitron and Seattle’s PDs are actively pursuing some means of alternative
research.” Another convention highlight was the session held on Women In Radio &
Records which Anne McCartney, the PD at WZDQ/Chattanooga, attended. The ses-
sionyielded discussion on how a record promoter feels talking to a woman rather than a
man, how a woman can get past the stigma of being the sex object and if the woman in
radio is being taken seriously. “I think people still aren't accepting of womenontheair,”
stated McCartney. "l believe they are progressing more in promotion rather than radio
because they have proven that they can give good phone and that they can be
businesslike on the road.” Convention coordinator Don Anti felt that the convention’s
real highlight was the confrontation between the record community and general
managers. “It was a highpoint because they openly discussed their feelings toward
each other and agreed to open a direct line of communication between themselves,” of-
fered Anti. Rob Conrad, KING/Seattle’'s PD, thought some real thought-provoking dis-
cussion came from the general managers session, “PDs hook themselves into a joband
don’texpand,” said Conrad. “They become so entrenched in their department thatthey
don't learn how a station runs and are consequently passed over for promotion.” The
managers described what steps were
necessary for a good resume. Other
meetings at the Conference were:
“Radio Faces Records.” “Album Radio
& Records,” ““Radio. Records &
Research.” ““General Managers
Meeting.” The general feeling about the
convention was that it was a total
success because audience participa-
tion was at an all time high. 175 people.
including Cash Box staffers Ken
Kirkwood and Mark Albert, attended
the conference.

ROD STEWART SPECIAL — The PH
Factor. a Hollywood-based radio syn-
dicator and producer, is making a Rod
Stewart special available to radio sta-
tions for the April-May Arbitron sweep.
The two hour show features Stewart

vertising, and at the same time provide a
vehicle for manufacturers to advertise
black product. Until we began, a company
could place a full page co-op ad for an
Eagles album with a Sam Goody, but had
nobody to doit with a Teddy Pendergrass.”

Grassroots Level

Music Library functions on a grassroots
level. Most of the stores under its umbrella
average 1,000 square feet in size, although
a store scheduled for June opening near
the Philadelphia airport occupies 37,000
square feet. “We deliver display materials,”
noted Richman, “and we even provide them
with a playlist, which, in a black community
is like the Bible, and even manufacture
bags for them at about one half the normal
cost. Unlike some of these other opera-
tions. we do not own any part of these
operations, our only stipulation is that they
put up a sign that says ‘Music Library,” and
that they buy substantially from us; we
make them aware that the more they buy
from us, the more ad spacewe'llcoordinate
for them.’

Richman insists that store owners do not
add their own name to the Music Library
name. “We do have a problem with in-
dividuals who can't get away from their own
names. Wesolve that by weeningthem. The
store may begin as Ray's Music Library, but
then must become Music Library.”

While the Music Library stores extend as
far as Wilmington, Delaware, the grass-
roots nature of the operationis emphasized
by the fact that most stores are within the
broadcast range of local radio station
WDAS. one of the firm’'s mostimportant ad-
vertising vehicles.

On the other end of the spectrum is the
Sound Warehouse “chain” operated by the
Sound Unlimited one-stop in Skokie, Il
Sound Warehouse caters to the retailer
who has been able to make ago of iton a
grassroots level and would like to expand
to a more fully-stocked inventory and a
more sophisticated store design. Noel Gim-
ble. who heads up Sound Unlimited. ex-
plains. "1 was doing pure wholesaling when
I noticed that there was a real need among
retailers whowanted larger stores, sol star-
ted the Sound Warehouse concept. | took a
trip to the west coast, where all the sup-
posed innovations in retailing and
merchandising were happening. and |
refined those ideas into a formula.”

Must Buy Rights To Name

To become a Sound Warehouse,
customers must purchase custom-
designed fixtures, rights to the Sound
Warehouse name, and 20% of the initial in-
ventory billing from Sound Unlimited.
“Let's just say that the first guy only had to
pay for the furniture and the fixtures,” said
Gimble. “but as the chain gets larger, and
our money gets tighter, new accounts have
to take on a greater share of the financing.”

Gimble’s firm also has a management
and employee training program, as well as
marketing, advertising, and videotape
production departments. “We particularly
pride ourselves in our merchandising
skills,” stated Gimble. “When people come
into a Sound Warehouse store, they're
knocked out by things like the pine
interior.”

Like the other firms, Gimble insists that
accounts give them a majority of their
business. “If we see that someone’s sales
are up and their orders from us are down,
then we will pull the name Sound
Warehouse, and whatever debts are out-
standing become due payable.”

But the kind of parental overseeing
organization that these one-stops repre-
sent is not everyone's cup of tea. Ernie
Leaner, who heads up Ernie's One-stop in
Chicago and who chaired this year's one-
stop meeting at NARM, said, “There is a ot

of competition among one stops today;
there are a lot of Muhammad Ali's out there
taking out extensive ads in the trades say-
ing. 'l am the greatest,” and one-stops are
necessarily tooking for new means of sur-
vival. But if your relationship as a retailer
with your one-stop is like a marriage
without a divorce, you can get caughtin a
jam. Some of these guys are telling their
customers. ‘Hey, if you buy from someone
else you're dead.’ And that customer might
not be getting the best price he could.”
Best Alternative?

But the umbrella-type one-stops are
adamant that they are their customers’ best
financial alternative. “! may not be able to
give my customer the best possible price
on a box lot,” said Gimble, “but he very of-
ten may not need that box lot. Also he will
not be able to do better on a box of 25 dif-
ferent titles. coupled with the full service
that we offer him.”

lvan Lasky added, “| can save a retailer
more money than if he was his own sub-
distributor. If a man's strength is as a
retailer. it's going to cost him more in time
off the floor sorting out returns when he
could be effectively managing his floor
operation. We are his best bet financially.”

NEW YORK — The nation’s major retailers
demonstrated surprising strength in con-
sumer buying and merchandisers’ profits in
the fourth quarter, ended January 31. Earn-
ings for most of the companies either ex-
ceeded forecasts or topped the earnings
gains of the fiscal year.

Sears, Roebuck & Company, the coun-
try's largest chain, posted a 31% gain
quarterly net to $330 million, compared
with a 108% increase in the year's net of
$921.5 million. While its annual sales rose
4.2% to $17.9 billion from the year before,
its fourth quarter volume dipped 1.3% to
$4.9 billion. The K mart Corp., the second
largest chain, had better sales in the
quarter than had been anticipated, the
company said, after relatively soft volume
earlier in the year. Sales of the J.C. Penney
Company rose 12% in the quarter against a
15.8% gain in annual volume, but its
quarterly and fiscal year profits declined
4.8% and 13.1%, respectively. The F.W.
Woolworth Company had 13% higher sales
in the quarter and a 10% rise in volume for
the year.

Toto 45 Pic Disc
Features Single

LOS ANGELES — An octagon-shaped pic-
ture disc of the new Toto single, “Georgy
Porgy,” has been shipped by Pic Disc, Inc.,
a division of the Fitzgerald/Hartley Com-
pany.

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Rack Jobbers Try To React
More Quickly To New Artists

rack ope"ations, although neither com-
pany has ongoing new artists programs.
Handleman, for example, is currently fea-
turing Columbia’'s Rex Smith album as a
“super special.”

“You need evidence that a record is
going to happen,” explains Handleman's
Kaplan. “We're going on the Rex Smith LP
because the information we got up our
pipeline was encouraging. And we'll jump
on anew actif it starts to break out of a spe-
cific area, but we have no programs just for
new artists."”

In general, rack jobbers are less con-
cerned with new artists because the cus-
tomers they serve at mass merchandising
outlets are thought to be Top 40-oriented.

“Customers looking for new acts tend to
go to free-standing record stores,” says
David Lieberman, chairman of Lieberman
Enterprises. “With that in mind, we have
difficulty getting into new acts. Racks that
can grabTretail-type business in a market
are more into exposing new acts.

“We do try and use our one-stop opera-
tion as an early warning system as to what's
going on in the business,” continues
Lieberman. “We feed that information into
our rack operations as soon as possible.
And if the buzz is strong enough on a
record, we'll jump that much quicker and
put together our own national program,
with advertising, in-store displays and
putting the album in our ‘10 count’.”

Likes Getting Pushed

Lieberman adds that he does get pushed
by record companies to get on new acts,
but he appreciates the push because it
keeps him on top of what the labels are up
to.

Jay Jacobs, a partner in Knox Record
Rack, says that he doe~ notgetprodded by
manufacturers to jump on new product. But
he adds that he can’tdo much to help them
break new acts anyway.

“We have to wait for a record to hit, un-
less the artist is appearing locally,” in-
dicates Jacobs. “We'd like to help break
new artists, but it's difficult because we
can't tie up small record departments with
artists that haven’t made it yet We can’t
even give them in-store play.

“I'm putting a 25-foot new artists wall in
my retail outlet,” adds Jacobs, “but 25 feet
is all t have in some of my rack locations.”

John Marmaduke of Western Merchan-
disers says that his company is trying to
react more quickly to new acts, citing his
move on 'the Dire Straits album just one

week after release.

“We try to help break new acts by giving
them their first meaningful volume,”
reports Marmaduke. “And we've always
been quick on country acts — sometimes
stocking them even before retailers.

“The key to our breaking new acts is
stocking the product and informing our
salesmen about the records,” continues
Marmaduke. “The salesmen can help by
playing product in-store, but we don't in-
struct our salesmen what to play. We do
give them weekly recommendations of
what the breakouts are at our retail chain.

“As far as the record companies go,"
adds Marmaduke, “they love it when we go
on new acts, butwhen they're returned they
scream bloody murder. They're not push-
ing us as hard as they were six months
ago.”

Variable Pricing

All of the rack jobbers surveyed ex-
pressed strong support for variable pric-
ing, which could be used not only to attract
customers to new artists through lower
prices but also to spur sales on former hits
and catalog product.

“Variable pricing is a solid concept,” in-
sists Lieberman. “If you ask $8.98 for Strei-
sand, new groups mustcome in at a lower
figure. Maybe we could start new acts at
$6.98 and raise them if they catch on.

“Catalog product should carry lower
prices and after a good run new LPs might
even be dropped to keep up the velocity of
sales.”

Jacobs says variable pricing is the
smartest thing the record industry could do
now. “And the industry should consider 50
cent jumps or reductions, too. | don't know
why we price by the dollar, and | don’t know
why we're the only industry that marks
down the hits and sells catalog at higher
prices.”

Marmaduke is also high on variable pric-
ing, butheis pessimistic about the chances
of the industry acting on the idea.

I'm definitely in favor of variable pric-
ing, but I'm tired of asking for it,” he says. "
think the labels have lost touch and gotten
insensitive to their markets."”

Larry Coryell Returns
To Vanguard Records

NEW YORK — Larry Coryell has signed an
agreement to record four albums for Van-
guard Records in the next three years. The
albums will be Coryell's first for the label
since 1973.

Weeks
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Nashville Superpickers Aim
To Create Separate Identity

NASHVILLE — There is a small nucleus of
session musicians here who are credited
with creating the “Nashville sound” — a
tight, natural, country-pop feel which has
accounted for the success and growth of
country music over the years. Now, this
core of pickers has formed a band, the
Nashville Superpickers, which is intended
to bring a little limelight to session players
here.

The basic unit consists of bandleader
Henry Strzelecki on bass, Buddy Harmon
on drums, Buddy Spicher on fiddle, John
Probst on keyboards, Donnie Sanders on
saxophone and Phil Baugh on guitar. Each
year the Nashville chapter of NARAS
honors various session players with Super-
picker Awards for playing on #1 records,
and each of these men have won an award
at least once.

Recently, the group played the Carousel
Club in Nashville and appeared on the syn-
dicated Austin City Limits live television
show. And plans are in the works for the
Nashville Superpickers to play such dates
as the Newport Jazz Festival and the Lone
Star Cafe in New York City over the next few
months.

Strzelecki said the main idea behind the
formation of the group was to bring public
attention to the fact that Nashville studio
pickers are capable of ptaying any type of
music well.

Promote Nashville Musicians

“Everybody in this groupis asuperplayer
or they have won a superpicker award.”
said Strzelecki, who has been a session
player here for 19 years. "Thisis basically a
Nashville studio band. All of us record
together almost daily. We have recorded
behind everybody from Tammy Wynette to
George Jones to Elvis to Bob Dylan. We
decided to get in the limelight alittle bit. The
main thing we are trying to do is promote
Nashville recording musicians and their
music. It is a good way to demonstrate to
people and other record companies all
over the country what these guys can really
do.

“These guys are the best country musi-
cians there are,” Strzelecki added. “But
what we are doing is playing everything
from country music to jazz. We do some
disco music, bluegrass and even R&B.
There is good music in every field, and we
are trying to show the versatility of Nashville
musicians. We can play a 45-minute set and
you can hear one of every type of music.”

Strzelecki emphasized that although
there is a core of six pickers in the group,
other top session players such as Charlie
McCoy (harmonica), Johnny Gimble (fid-
dle), Buddy Emmons (pedal steel), Loyd
Green (pedal steet) and Hargus “Pig” Rob-
bins (piano) will rotate witt;zin the group.

Live LP Due

The group will play Austin City Limits
again, probably in July, and Strzelecki said
a live album of its first appearance on the
show will be released this month on Flying
Fish Records. He also said an agreement
will soon be reached for the Nashville
Superpickers to record a studio album with
a maijor label. And the group will also play
Nashville’'s the Exit/In sometime this
month.

Although Strzelecki said “we haverecor-
ded for everybody and now we areready to
do our own thing,” he added that studio
work is still the main occupation of the
various group members. And he said he
would always record for certain people like
Tammy Wynette.

“I have been recording with Tammy ever
since she has been on Epic,” Strzelecki
said. “When she calls, | will always feel very
obligated to record with her because she
has helped feed me for the last 12 or 13
years. | just can’t leave people like her high
and dry. We are going to try to work itwhere
we are going to be gone a week out of every
month to start with. We also will be playing
clubs on weekends.”

NASHVILLE — For years Nashville has
been known as the country music capitol of
the world. But since 1977, the production
team of Moses Dillard and Jesse Boyce
have proved, through their disco success
with Lorraine Johnson, the Saturday Night
Band and the Constellation Orchestra, that
Nashville is a viable, creative center for any
type of music.

In nearly three years, the multi-faceted
production company of Moses Dillard En-
terprises has scored five chart records with
its disco productions, and has formed three
publishing ventures; Dillco, Dillboy and
Tex-Town music, which are administered
by the Dillard, Boyce and Cain Publishing
Group. Inc. The company has also created
its own Gospel label, Brighter Day, and
most importantly, turned a profit on its
product.

BMI Honors Dillard And Boyce

Recently, the Nashville branch of Broad-
cast Music Inc. (BMI) honored Dillard and
Boyce with a luncheon and presentation of
special plaques commending them for their
work in the disco field.

Speaking from their office on Music Row,
the soft-spoken black duo talked to Cash
Box about their approach to music, why
they selected Nashville as a base of opera-
tions for their company, and their
relationship with the city.

The outfit may be best known for their
disco product, but company president
Dillard emphasized they do not limit their
ventures to that brand of music.

“The bottom line as far as we are concer-
ned is music,” Dillard said. “If you know
your art and the skill is there, you can do
anything. We intend to be involved with the
total entertainment process and the entire
musical spectrum. That's why we are so ex-
cited about the white artists we have signed
— we have three pop artists. And, we are
seriously entertaining the idea of producing
our first country act.”

Accomplished musicians themselves
(they produced. wrote. performed and
arranged both the Saturday Night Band
and Constellation Orchestra albums),
Dillard and Boyce (company vice president
and air director) have established a criteria
by which they evaluate prospective talent.

So, we are interested in people who
are already doing what they say they want
to do.”

“We're looking at an age group of 18-28,
people we can have a meaningful and
significant relationship with for at least five
years,” added Dillard, whose business
knowledge has been seasoned with
paralegal training. “The criteria has got to
be really tough because you're only as
good as the people around you. We're look-
ing for people we can be successful with.”

“We did a market survey before we ever
set up the company in Nashville,” Dillard
said. “my first reason for coming here was
because Jesse lived here. He suggested |
come to Nashville and cut. The prices in
New York and L.A. are ridiculous and he
said | could get what | wanted here.”

No Black Music In Nashville

"“Also, we looked around town and deter-
mined that nobody was addressing him self
specifically to black music, and there was
an enormous amount of black talent in this
town. We started with the premise that
disco music or progressive black music
would not happen here unless qualified
black people, both creatively and ad-
ministratively, endeavored to make it hap-
pen.

“The people that were here did not have
ears for black music — they listened to it,
and didn't even know what they were listen-
ing to. That form of music suffered in this
town; that form of artist got discouraged
and felt like they couldn’t do anything. We
wanted to give the talented people in this
area a chance. Not only that, we wanted to
convince talented musicians in this area
that being a talented musician and writer is
not enough. We must become busi-
nessmen. We must create our own destiny
in this industry. We can't say that the people
across the street don’t know what they are
listening to. We must illustrate that we know
what we are listening to, and we know what
to do with it.”

Knowing “what to do with it" has enabled
Dillard and Boyce to expand their original
talent roster of Lorraine Johnson, Bill Bran-
don and the concept groups the Saturday
Night Band and the Constellation
Orchestra to include gospel group the Don
DeGrate Delegation, Neve, Thomas Cain,
Sam Signaoff, Vicki Anderson, Juice, Onyx
and Black Widow, a self-contained R&B
group. Their product is distributed by
Prelude Records.

CMA Releases Radio Study,
Finds 1,424 Country Stations

NASHVILLE — In the 1979 country radio
survey. conducted annually and released
last week by the Country Music Associa-
tion. 1,424 AM and FM radio stations were
found to be programming country music on
a full-time basis in this country. This figure
represents an increase of 274 stations
which added full-time country programm-
ing last year.

The number of AM and FM stations
programming country music 8-15 hours a
day increased last year from 230 to 275.
And last year. 579 AM and FM stations
programmed country music for eighthours
or less. The previous year, only 437 AM and
FM stations programmed country music for
eight hours or less.

AM/FM Breakdown

In a breakdown between AM and FM sta-
tions, the country radio survey listed 1,639
AM stations which programmed country

music for any period of time. and 639 FM
stations which programmed country music
at any time on the air. The previousyear, 1.-
311 AM stations were reported airing some
type of country music. and 506 FM stations
were listed.

In total, 2.278 AM and FM radio stations
were reported to be programming country
music for some period of time duringits air-
time. This represents an increase of 471
stations over the previous year.

Regional Breakdown

Under the geographical division in the
radio survey, the South Atlantic area
programs the most country music with 468
AM and FM stations airing country music.
Only 52 stations in New England program
country music. The greatest increase in
programming came in the West North Cen-
tral area with a 34 percent rise. Programm-
ing increased from 21 stations to 281.

PROGRAMMERS PROFILE — Walt Love started his radio career in 1968 at KYOK in
Houston, where he spent a year before going to KILT, the top general market station in the
city. After being at KILT for only six months, Love was discovered by Paul Drew and Bill
Drake, who hired him into the RKO chain and sent him to CKLW on a trial basis. He did so
well that after only three months, he was transfered to 99X in New York, where he spent
almost two years before moving to KHJ in Los Angeles, where he stayed only a short time
before returning to 99X in New York. Love became disillusioned with radio and got out of
the business for a while. After a briet hiatus, he received a call from Hal Jackson, who
asked him to do some quest slots in Frankie Crocker’s time-slot on WBLS in New York. He
later spent some time at WNBC, then went to WVON in Chicago, to program that station. He
left there and came to Los Angeles to program KKTT, where he is now.

Love mainly credits Jeff Troy of WWRL who he grew up with in Pittsburgh with spurring
his interest in radio. He also mentions Chuck Leonard of WABC who also inspired him, but
goes on to say that Paul Drew influenced his career more than anyone. He worked at RKO
for six years. and felt that he learned a great deal from Drew. Atthe time that Love started in
general market radio, there were few blacks in that area of broadcasting, and particularly
in the south where he started. there were none. Love says, I feel very proud of the fact that |
was able to make enough ofan impression with the people at RKO that they would seek out
other black announcers through me.” Love was instrumental in introducing J.J. Johnson,
who was at KFRC in San Francisco, Steve Woods, and J.B. Stone who were at KHJ in Los
Angeles, into the RKO chain.

and sign three or four more artists.
Production Arrangements

Both Cory Daye and Odyssey are being
produced by Sandy Linzer, who has a
production deal with New York Inter-
national. Mottola and Linzer have been in-
volved together for the past 12 years, and
they were partners in Dr. Buzzard's Original
Savannah Band, as well as Odyssey.
“Sandy Linzer is very important to the
whole creative process of the label and the
company,” noted Mottola. “He is one of the
most important people that we deal with.”

Also producing for New York Inter-
national is Mike Ricciardella, who used to
be with the group Network. Ricciardella co-
produced Susan and will work on two or
three more albums for New York Inter-
national this year.

Mottola explained that the production
function of Champion Entertainment has
been mostly transferred to the new label,
although Champion will continue to
produce records by Dary! Hall and John
Oates.The only other production deal that
Mottola had, which was with CBS for
Network, lapsed some time ago.

Expansion Planned

Even before the label was formed,
Champion had promotion, publicity and
marketing departments which have now
become part of New York International. In
the future, creative services and artist
development departments will also be es-
tablished at the label, and New York Inter-
national will soon open a west coast office.
The existing London office of Champion,
headed by lan Wright, will oversee the
release of New York International Records
product in the U.K. and Europe.

Mottola said he might add two more peo-
ple in Europe, one in France and the other
in West Germany. In addition, he plans to
make staff appointmentsinthe U.S. on both
coasts. Within the next year, he estimated,
he will hire between five and ten additional

staffers, mostly in the promotion area.

One of the big plusses for New York In-
ternational, explained Mottola, is that its
personnel have had plenty of experiencein
working with RCA. "We understand the
promotion staff, we understand the branch
system backwards and forwards, inside
and out, including sales, marketing and
merchandising and it's very easy for us to
work with them now. It's almost like we're all
one family.”

Besides securing radio airplay and on-
air interviews with DJs, etc., Mottola’'s
promotion people provide him with an “out-
side, objective view of what is going on all
over the country with the promotion of RCA.
That's even more important than calling the
stations, because then you can monitor the
whole thing on a national basis from day to
day. You know exactly where you stand;
you can run in and push a button and take
care of a problem.”

Dual Role

In addition to being the new label's
parent company, Champion Entertainment
still serves a vital function as the manage-
ment arm of Mottola's operation. Currently,
Mottola manages seven acts, including
Odyssey, Cory Daye, Daryl Hall and John
Oates. Susan, Kenny Passarelli, Ellen
Shipley. and Dutch Robinson.

Although he doesn’t want to take on
more management clients, Mottola will “in
most cases” offer anyone he does manage
the option of signing with New York Inter-
national. He emphasized the fact, however,
that he doesn’tintend to manage all the acts
on his label. “We're also open to managers
and producers bringing us artists, and
that's beginning to happen like crazy,” he
said.

Mottola doesn’t see any conflict in
managing artists who are signed to his own
label. "l only look at the label, for the artists
that we manage, as a natural extension to
building and developing that artist's career,
because then, that artist can take full ad-
vantage of all the people employed here at
Champion. We do our own publicity, our
own creative services, our own promotion.
So it becomes a natural extension for the
artist to be able to build, develop and grow
right here under one roof.”

At contract time, Mottola continued, “if
the artist is selling an awful lot of records
and doing very well and has become very
successful, then that artist is entitled to
some sort of better deal, because he is
making more money for the record com-
pany and more money for the management
company. So we very simply sit down with

sales and more closely match our record
staff to our needs,” said Edwards. adding
that published reports predicting the sale of
GRT’s record operation were completely
unfounded. “There are absolutely no dis-
cussions or negotiations underway with
anyone about selling GRT/Janus Records.”

Edwards insisted that Janus willcontinue
to be an active record label under the
auspices of Larry Welk, president of the
GRT Record Group.

‘No Cuts In Promo Or Sales’

“We have made no cuts in the promotion
and sales staff in the Record Group,” said
Edwards. Of the nine Janus employees let
go by GRT last week. none were in sales or
promotion.

“All the artists and records which we
release.” Edwards said, “will continue to
receive full support from us. We have noin-
tention of abandoning the record
business.”

GRT continues to work the Kayak album
and the new Charlie album is expected
shortly. However, amid conflicting reports,
the future relationship between GRT and
these two Janus-signed acts remains un-
certain.

Beserkley Records. which is distributed
by Janus. may seek alternate distribution
agreements, according to Steve Beserkley.
vice president and general manager of the
label. “If Janus is closing. we will go
elsewhere. But if they continue, we will stay
at least until summer when our contract ex-
pires.” said Beserkley who noted that
Janus is supporting the Rubinoos in its
ongoing tour.

New Emphasis On Shadybrook

Under the GRT reorganization.
Shadybrook Records is expected to take
on a higher profile within the organization.

“We are talking about building and
developing Shadybrook,” said Joe Sutton,
president of the label. “My company isvery
healthy. GRT is cutting back on un-
profitable operations to concentrate on the
money makers.

Shadybrook has four artists and has just
signed a new deal with Trudy Meisel of
Hansa Productions for another artist, Louie
Lesther. Currently, Shadybrook is ex-
periencing success with “Oh Honey” by
Delegation. A five-year deal with the group
was just concluded. according to Sutton.

“We are doing well and contrary to some
reports GRT is doing well. | have had offers
from the majors. But | believe in GRT and |
believe in the independents.” said Sutton.

single willgo Top Five as well, making it four
consecutive top-selling singles off one LP,
which | believe is unprecedented for
England.”

Success No Surprise

Biondie was hardly surprised that “Heart
Of Glass” was doing so well now in
America. Both Harry and Stein felt that it
was only a matter of time before the group
received mass acceptance on these
shores.

“We're pleased with the success but we
sort of take it for granted,” said Stein. “The
music world has stagnated during the '70s
S0 it's easier now to do something good. We
really didn't produce thesongto haveitbea
disco success at all. We just did it as a varia-
tion to make for some diversity on the
album. The song was actually written
around 1974 and the melody line has been
exactly the same ever since. We originally
placed it as a R&B song and then we just
made it into a disco beat.”

Such a disclosure lends credence to
Blondie's assertion that the band has really
been working in the same music direction
from the beginning, and that the press has
always had a tendency to focus more on
Harry's looks than the songs themselves.

“Idon’t think we ever worked in any other
direction,” Harry stressed. “It's just a matter
of people growing up to thefactthat thereis
more to a piece of music than just a guitar
solo.”

Blondie has nointentto stay in one place,
though. Stein confided that the band’s new
album would reveal “another fairly large
jump musically but still maintain the same
sort of style,” and that it would also include
a type of “Euro-disco song” as well as
several 4/4 numbers. Like “Parallel Lines,”
it will be produced by Mike Chapman.
Deborah Harry will be launching a movie
career this fall, starring in a “psychological
thriller’* with an as yet undisclosed title.

In the meantime, the group is off for a
promotional tour of Europe and Stein will
continue to work with Walter Stedding. a
progressive classical instrumentalist, in
New York when he returns. Harry and Stein
also plan to be working on a project with
Robert Fripp, a former member of the
group King Crimson and an experimental
musician as well.

CLASSICAL CLIPS

NEW YORK — While other major labels are
eyeing the market potential for digitally
recorded records (see review below),
Angel Records has decided to meet the de-
mand among audiophiles for better sound
by issuing a new series of 45 rpm, 12-inch
records.

The Angel 45 Sonics Series, which so far
includes ten titles, lists for $8.98 and has an
average playing time of 15 minutes per
side.

Why will record buyers plunk down a
dollar more for these 45 rpm records than
they pay for Angel LPs, when all the selec-
tions on the shorter discs have been
previously released on albums?

The answer, according to Angel, is vastly
improved sound quality, including greater
clarity of transient and high frequency
responses; better definition of mid-range
inner voicing; greater ability to accom-
modate sound below 100 Hz; and higher
peak dynamic events due to the
measurably larger groove geometry during
the cutting process.

All of these qualities, of course, are
prized by disco DJs, and, in fact, Angel
derived the idea for their Sonics Series
from 12-inch disco singles.

Among the works in the initial Sonics
release are a suite from Holst’'s *“The
Planets;” Gershwin's ""Rhapsody In
Blue’’/Ravel's ‘‘La Valsa;” Ravel's
“Bolero”/Strauss’s “Blue Danube;” Stra-
vinsky’s “Firebird Suite;” Respighi's “Pines
of Rome;” Janacek’s “Sinfonietta;” and
various pieces by Wagner, Elgar, Rimsky-
Korsakov and Ketelbey.

DE LOS ANGELES RECORDING — The
celebrated soprano’s first album for
Columbia Masterworks, a song recital LP,
has been scheduled for fall release. De Los
Angeles’ collaborator on the recording is
pianist Geoffrey Parsons . . . Claudio Ab-
bado has signed a new long-term contract
with Polydor International. The conductor
made his first recording for DG in May/-
June of 1967 . . . G. Ricordi and Co.,
S.P.A., the renowned Italian music
publisher, is releasing vocal opera scores
from its operatic library in a series of quality
softbound editions. With 12 operas already
off press, Ricordi has embarked on a
program which will see the publication of
ten additional titles before the end of the
year. The Ricordi scores are priced at
$8.95.

CONCERT HAPPENINGS — One of the
most noteworthy gatherings of new music
composers of all stripes occurred at a re-
cent Carnegie Hall benefit for WKCR, the
eclectic Columbia University radio station.
Among the performers were Steve Reich,
Leroy Jenkins, John Cale, Philip Glass and
Rolf Schulte . . . Antol Dorati will lead the
Detroit Symphony in a concert perfor-
mance of Strauss’s “Die Aegyptische
Helena” at Carnegie Hall April 27. Soloists
will include Gwyneth Jones, Barbara Hen-
dricks, Matti Kastu, Curtis Rayam and
Birgit Finnilae . . . Twenty pianists will
celebrate the 150th anniversary of the birth
of Louis Moreau Gottschalk, the first great
American composer, at Carnegie on May 2.
Three world premieres will mark the occa-
sion .

Classics In Concert

NEW YORK — Two unusual operatic works
were recently performed here. Meyer-
beer's “The Crusader In Egypt,” 155 years
old, was given its American debut by the
Sacred Music Society at Carnegie Hall, and
the New York City Opera presented the
world premiere of Dominick Argento’'s
tenth opera, “Miss Havisham’s Fire,” acon-
temporary work thatis notwithout bel canto
sentiments.

“The Crusader” is a potboiler, no more or
less dramatically inept than many other
operas of its period, but containing music
that is often meltingly beautiful. Imagine
“Aida” if it had been written by Rossini, and
you begin to get the idea. Certainly, the
vocal writing is as difficult as anything in the
repertoire. In its day, “The Crusader”
catapulted Meyerbeer to fame; today, a
staged production would be marvelous to
see, although it would undoubtedly be far
beyond the financial resources of any
opera company, with its spectacular
processions of Egyptian warriors and
crusaders.

In this concert presentation, the
orchestra, under the excellent direction of
Gianfranco Masini, was augmented by the
West Point marching band, who played in
uniform onstage and also marched through
the hall for a blazing first act finale.

The soloists handled their roles well. The
torturously difficult title role, written for a

SCHUBERT: Impromptus, Op. 90 and 142. Daniel Barenboim,
piano.

In these graceful, heartfelt performances, Barenboim again
shows a deep affinity for Schubert. The introspective rumina-
tions of Op. 142, No. 2, for instance, are interpreted with a full
measure of nostalgia, while the lovely variations in Op. 142, No.
3 on the well-known theme from “Rosamunde” convey a
breathless innocence. DG’s superb engineering captures the
pianist’'s ample tone especially well.

BACH: Four Suites For Orchestra. William Bennett, flute: The
Academy of St. Martin-in-the-Fields, Neville Marriner, con-
ductor, Philips 6769 812. List: $17.96.

Technically, the Academy of St. Marfin-in-the-Fields has
never sounded better than it does here. Yet Marriner’s direction
often seems thoughtless in these suites. The double-dotted
rhythms in the Second Suite’'s Overture, for instance, are ex-
aggerated, while a jogging rhythm trivializes the stately
Sarabande. Even worse, the “Air On The G String” from the
Suite No. 3 is taken at such a slow tempo that it literally disin-
tegrates.

Sherwood Sees Phonogram’s
Canadian Success As Model

by Kirk LaPointe

TORONTO — The Canadian operations of
Phonogram Inc./Mercury have been
“aggressive and tight,” says the new
American chief of the company, Bob
Sherwood. Although he won’t consciously
follow the work of his Canadian counter-
part, he says his new job will be to bring a
better street image to the label in the U.S.

In Tcronto to meet with reps from

Polygram (the company's Canadian dis-

tributor), and to see the Juno awards,
Sherwood said he will attempt to pattern
the success in Canada with the label
through shrewd artist acquisition and
stronger single activity.

‘| certainly don't want to make it seem
like the company was missing the boat
before | came here,” he asserted. “But. we
all realize that certain things have to be
changed slightly. No doubt, one of the
criticisms of the company has been its in-
ability to deliver singles. We've made some
changes in promotional directorship. and
there will be a stronger emphasis on work-
ing singles.”

One of this company's strongest acts is
Juno award winning rock trio Rush.
“They've certainly indicated a willingness to
stay with us, and give us a chance to
produce a hit single for them. On thisalbum
(“Hemispheres”), the single “Trees” will be
an item we'll be working very shortly. Above

all, thisis agreatconcertact. They tour long
and hard. We've got to take advantage of
that better. and help raise the product
profile in cities in which they appear.
There's no reason why this band can’t bein
the U.S. the superstars they are here in
Canada.”

Label Signs Jukes

The label has also signed both Southside
Johnny and the Asbury Jukes and J.J.
Cale, two artists whose sales marks have
yet to match their touring capacities. “With
Southside, [ think | can safely say they've
just been lost in the shuffle,” Sherwood
says. “And the time couldn’t be better for
J.J.. what with the success of Eric Clapton
doing a song of his last year, and with Dire
Straits’ music approximating his approach
this year. People seem to want that sound
right now.”

But Sherwood stresses he hasn’t and will
not make wholesale changes in the com-
pany’s structure. “l think the talent at the
company has always been there. It's just a
matter of using it effectively. We have a fair
amount of reestablishing to do. But this is
the biggest challenge that has been
presented to me. Bit by bit, | want to make it
a strong independent force in American
music and the industry. To do that, it will
take a bit of time, and a little luck. More than -
anything. this business is timing. But | think
we're overdue for proper timing.”

A&M-UK Issues
U.S. Import LPs

LONDON — On a trial basis, A&M Records
in the United Kingom will be directly selling
and rush-releasing American A&M product
for the U.K. market. The label intends to
release a number of U.S. A&M albums as
imports in England to see if the company
should release these albums as domestic
product.

Among the mattersto
be discussed is the piracy problem, which
is mounting in several countries; the rela-
tions with rights-collecting societies, and
the organization of the oncoming general
meeting of the Federation in Rio de Janeiro,
next September. There are also meetings
of the executives and of the lawyers of the
national record chambers, to exchange in-
formation and unify criteria.

RCA hosted a disco party for its sales
force, selected distributors & retailers and
some DJs and press people to introduce its
“disco sound” launching of seven albums,
by groups La Bionda, D.D. Sound, Voyage,
Kongas, Charlsma, Instant Funk and
Shalamar. The meeting took place in the
recording studios of the label and was em-
ceed enthusiastically by Buddy
McCluskey, international & publishing
manager. One of the liveliest points was the
presentation of the “Chiquitita” single by
Abba, in Spanish, with lyrics by McCluskey
himself. RCA’'s managing director Jorge
Schutt addressed the audience and stated
his confidence in the new product and its
sales potential.

EMI is working hard on its Coleccion
Musical budget line of standards, which in-
cludes first-rate recordings by top artists,
made some years ago. The record market
in Argentina seems to need good quality
budget records, in view of the fact that
regular albums are costing around $8 to $9
and the average income of an employee is
between $150 to $250 a month.

own trucks, the movement of records had
been slowed by as many as three days, ac-
cording to the spokesman. CBS has turned
to airfreight, but the spokesman said that
situation was aggravated by the United Air-
lines employees strike.

Transportation Costs Up

At MCA, Mel Berger, west coast regional
manager of distribution, said his transpor-
tation costs have increased nearly three-
fold as a result of the strike. “We just ship-
ped 5,000 pounds airfreight to Seattle,” he
said. “We'll do whatever we have to do to
get records to market.”

He added that 85% of MCA's business on
the west coast is being handled via UPS.

RCA Records also has taken to the air,
despite the increased cost. “Our main con-
cern is getting the product into the market-
place,” said Len Adelman, manager of dis-
tribution services for the company, echoing
Berger's statement.

He added that “although we're not ex-
periencing delays of more than a day or
two” in getting product to the accounts, “we
will be hard pressed should the strike con-
tinue.” Adelman said one of the prime
reasons for the delay concerns the fact that
RCA has had to reroute product in many
markels. “We're still using union truckers
where they haven't struck,” he concluded,
but 1 czan’t say that we've been unaffected.”

A spokesman for Capitol called the strike
“a nuisance” and said that “if it continues
for a couple of weeks it will begin to be
some problem. But in the short run, we're
getting around it by making several ship-
ments by UPS on successive days.

“It's creating a great deal of incon-
venience,” he continued, “But as for getting
the product to the retailer, | think that ul-
timately it is being accomplished.”

A spokesman for Polygram Distribution
declined to discuss what steps the com-
pany was taking to cope with the strike.

Large bulk customers such as rackjob-
bers and one-stops were the first to feel the
impact of the strike. Not only did these ac-
counts have to contend with late and partial
(due to UPS weight restrictions) deliveries
from the manufacturers, but also they had
to devise ways to get the records to their
customers. Indeed, one St. Louis-based
one-stop reported that business was off by
70% since the strike began.

‘Customers Screaming’

"“Our customers are screaming,” said Sol
Zamek at City One-Stop in Los Angeles,
which services the entire west coast.
“There’s no way to ship up and down the
coast. The airlines are backed up and UPS
will oniy take orders under 100 pounds.”

“Theimpact of the strike is just beginning
to be felt. | hope the President will invoke a
Taft-Hartley cooling off period,” said David
Lieberman, chairman of Lieberman Enter-
prises, of the strike that already has caused
major production cutbacks in the auto

industry.

“lI've now got shipments stuck from
Polygram, RCA and CBS,” said Knox
Record Rack’s Jay Jacobs, who predicted
that it would be two weeks after the strike is
settled before things get back to normal in
the record business.

A spokesman for Pickwick International,
the nation's largest independent distributor
and rackjobber, said that although the
company was experiencing difficulty in
getting records from the labels, “we have
no problem getting product to our ac-
counts.”

Ordering The Hits

Retailers reported that due to the strike,
they were ordering product more frequen-
tly and in smaller quantities — and concen-
trating on the hits. “We're hanging in,” said

Joe Bressi, vice president of purchasing

and marketing for the Stark/Camelot
chain. “But if the strike goes another two
weeks, we're going to be in serious trouble.
What worries me is that the flow of new
goods into the stores will be stopped once
we run out of hot product.”

Bressie added that the chain, which
operates 88 stores in 23 states, is working
“almost exclusively” with UPS. “But you
can only ship 100 pounds at a time with
them each day,” he pointed out, “and that’s
not very many records. So all we can do is
try to keep the hot items flowing in.”

Tom Keenan, president of the Pacific
northwest-based Everybody’s chain, said
that if the strike is not settled soon it could
have a “drastic” effect on his business.
“Right now we're not getting product from
anybody but independent distributors,” he
said. “So we're anticipating big problems if
we don’t get product up here in the next
week or So.

“We’'re starting to run out of some secon-
dary major items that we're selling in quan-
tities of 25 and 50. We're pretty well stocked
on the hot stuff, but it's those secondary
items that we're getting hurt on now.”

Unfortunate Timing Ot Strike

Some dealers noted it was unfortunate
that the trucking strike should come at a
time when business was beginning to show
signs of picking up after a slow first quarter.
And it was hoped that the walkout would
end soon and thus not impede the release
of many superstar albums slated for the
next three months.

“Last week was the first week in a long
time that business really improved,” said
Ray Mince, co-owner of the Popcorn
Records chain in Massachusetts. “So it's
ironic that the strike should occur now just
as things are picking up.”

And at the 36-store Disc Records chain,
midwest regional manager Gary Arnold
said he is content with receiving LPs in
smaller quantities for the time being so long
as “there isn’t anything of the caliber of
‘Saturday Night Fever'” coming down the
pipeline.

LATIN BEAT

After three generations of show people,
one would think that his parents would have
discouraged him. But this was not the case
with Larry Harlow. Born in Brooklyn, New
York (Pisces-Virgo-Pisces), the son of
Buddy Harlowe, bandleader at the world
famous Latin Quarter and Rose Sherman,
former opera singer, Larry was en-
couraged to study piano atagefive. His ear-
ly education was in the Brooklyn public
schools. In 1952 he was accepted to the
Music and Art High School in Manhattan.
Here Harlow was exposed to other talented
people interested in the same creative arts.
They were all musicians or artists and his
quests for new paths in the arts expanded.

Harlow’s first exposure to Latin rhythms
was in the Spanish-Harlem section of New
York. The tunes emanating from the record
shops made him stop and listen. He asked
about the music and started looking for
musicians who knew how to interpret this
music. He then began playing in young
street bands.

Larry went on to study at Brooklyn Col-
lege, majoring in music. During his first
Christmas vacation he went to Havana,
Cuba with several friends. There he fell in
love with the Cuban people, their music and
their culture. He went back; only this time
he was prepared with tape recorders,
music paper and cameras. He studied,
listened and learned and stayed almost
three years.

Upon his return, Larry began playing
with established groups around the N.Y.
area. Randy Carlos, Johnny Pacheco and
Tito Rodriguez were all teachers to Larry
and made him realize that he wanted to play
his own kind of Latin music. In 1966 the first
Orchestra Harlow made its debut at the
Chez Jose Club in N.Y. Shortly thereafter,
Larry Harlow became the first artist to sign
with the newly formed Fania Record Com-
pany. The rest is history. . .

in 1969 Harlow received his first gold
record for “Me and My Monkey.” Then

He entered the producing end of the
business and has produced over 40 LPs
and one feature length film called “Our
Latin Thing” in which he also starred. This
film grossed over a million dollars in a
world-wide market. Harlow is currently
producing for Warner Bros. Records and
Elektra Records, as well as Fania.

In 1978 with the release of his new Fania
LP “La Raza Latina-A Salsa Suite,” Harlow
and his new vocalists Nestor Sanchez, “el
albino,” and Panamanian vocalist/com-
poser Ruben Blades embarkedontheir'78
concert tour. This latest effort added to
Harlow's list of firstsbecause it wasthe first
musical documentary of Latin music's his-
tory from Africa, to the Caribbean, and into
N.Y.

Orchestra Harlow has performedall over
the world: Venezuela, Panama, Columbia,
Peru, Puerto Rico, Santo Domingo,
Canada, Europe, Africa, Japan andalt over
the U.S. It has played to SRO crowds at
Madison Square Garden, Yankee Stadium
and Roberto Clemente Coliseo and hasap-
peared on numerous TV shows including
the Don Kirshner Rock Concert Show.
Larry also appeared in a second feature
film entitled “Salsa” which has enjoyed box
office success throughout the country.

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we can refer to the Warner Communica-
tions Market Research Survey for any data
that might be essential in shaping the cam-
paigns we implement.”

The availability of the survey to the other
labels in the WEA family was regarded as
an especially useful tool in pinpointing the
target markets for any specific release.
Both Atlantic and Elektra/Asylum ad ex-
ecutives praised the study as being “the
most comprehensive market research sur-
vey done on the record buyer.”

“If 'm going to make an ad buy on a cer-
tain band or artist, | haveinformation based
on the study at my disposal from a com-
puter printout,” explained Mark Shulman,
national advertising director for Atlantic
Records. “I'll use that data to go more
precisely after the consumer.”

Randy Edwards, E/A director of adver-
tising and merchandising, echoed
Shulmen's statement, adding, “Not only do
we have the consumer survey but there are
a variety of new studies now being done
which will make our research even more
accurate.”

In support of the stronger approach
towards research, WEA recently spon-
sored a three-day seminar for its branch
media specialists to familiarize them with
the use and implementation of some of the
new methodology.

Althcugh other labels do not have quite
as extensive a survey as WEA'’s, CBS vice
president of advertising and planning Linda
Barton said. “We do continuing studies on
the record buyer and we try to use those
studies in determining an overall ad buying
policy. But in most cases, the market
changes with each artist and our people are
aware enough to analyze and meet the de-
mands of those different markets.”

Like WEA, CBS also measures ad effec-
tiveness, running tests on individual
product. “Occasionally. we have a ‘test’
situation where we are specifically trying to
judge the effectiveness of a particular cam-
paign,” stated Barton. “Then we involve our
research department and they monitor the
different media as well as sales. Usually,
though. we simply look to sales as a means
of judging how effective our ads are.”

Other companies, such as MCA, are in
the praocess of building up their research
departments to meet the demands of a
growing roster. Karen Vanek, director of
advertising for Lankershim, MCA’s in-
house agency, said, “At this point, we
haven’'t run any studies on the record
buyer, but MCA has aresearch department
they are developing and expanding to in-

clude demographic and psychographic
studies.”

Smaller, independent labels such as
Chrysalis, which don’t have the broad cor-
poration network of a WEA or CBS, rely
primarily on what vice president of promo-
tion and creative services Billy Bass refers
to as “street awareness” in planning ads
and measuring effectiveness.

“We think we know which magazines and
other media are most effective for our par-
ticular artists and acts. We tend to take all
those reader studies with a grain of salt.
Chrysalis employs Ramey Communica-
tions as an outside consulting firm and they
help us out a great deal in focusing on the
right ad buys,” says Bass.

Radio Most Effective

Within the past few years, radio has
emerged as the most potent media force in
the industry and ad budgets certainly
reflect its importance. With airplay being so
closely connected to sales, it is little wonder
that the greatest percentage of the label's
budgets go to radio, as much as 75% at
some companies.

“Radio, in this business, is certainly the
most effective media,” reported Atlantic’s
Shulman. “The bulk of our advertising is
definitely geared towards it. However,
editorial content and consumer press ads
are very important in reinforcing it.”

Dave Cline, national sales and advertis-
ing director for E/A, supported Shulman’s
assertion, adding that radio offers “better
cost perimpression.” Buthe also noted that
“TV is coming on fast” asaviable and effec-
tive medium for advertising, although it still
lags behind consumer print and trade in
terms of annual percentage allotted within
most budgets.

Warner'sCooper, however, statedthatthe
label recently decided to cut back onits use
of television advertising for this year. “TV is
not proving to be as effective for us as we
once thought. In general, the returns are
not as profitable as we had anticipated and
it's hard to measure the effectiveness of
each ad. We'll probably be running only
three or four TV campaigns this year,” said
Cooper.

Overall, the label execs pointed out that
television advertising usually was given
only to product by multi-platinum selling
artists.

“If we think a certain album is going to be
doing at least three to six million units, then
we will engage in some TV and heavier
radio advertising,” noted Mel Da Kroob,
national sales manager for RSO Records.
MCA's Vanek added, “Use of TV is always
contingent on sales. We'll be running about

three or four TV campaigns this year and
perhaps more.”
Local, National Funds

Cline indicated that E/A has set up two
separate funds within its annual ad budget,
a branch discretionary fund and a national
fund, to allow loca! sales manager and
branches to “use their expertise to imple-
ment their own campaigns to maximize
sales.” Emphasizing that most records
rarely happen nationally and locally at the
same time, Cline stated that “we’re more
comfortable chasing product with a rifle
than a shotgun. We want to build local
momentum and spread it.”

While most labels haven't set up
separate funds such as E/A’s, they are pay-
ing closer attention to the local markets,
funneling more money out to the branches.
Pete Jones, vice president of advertising at
Casablanca, said that the “Polygram
branch managers are now directing media
buys using their local expertise,” and
Phyllis Chotin, director of advertising and
merchandising for the label, added, “We're
using more dealer ads as our local sales
people work closely with retailers.”

Tour Support

Most ad executives agreed that ad sup-
port behind artists or groups on tour was
elementary procedure and served to boost
local sales along the tour route.

“We usually tie-in radio after each con-
cert and then follow it up with local print,”
stated MCA's Vanek. E/A’s Randy Edwards
added, “We do some advertising at every
stop on the tour, mostly on radio, but we
also buy ads in underground papers in
markets where we think they're important.”

Atlantic’'s Shulman, indicated that “tim-
ing” was a major factor in deciding whether
to make ad buys during a tour. “If an album
release is keyed in with the start of a major
tour or if sales are moving up dramatically
as the tour continues, then we will make
local ad buys, including tour dates with the
ads as information for the potential con-
sumer.”

Multi-Album Ads

A point of dissention between label ex-
ecutives was reached over the effec-
tiveness of multi-album ads as a beneficial
marketing tool in aiding the sales of
product by individual acts. Ann Adams,
product administrator for London Records
and a liaison with their ad agency, Manhat-
tan Advertising, said, “lIf they are used as a
key-in to a collector’s series and you want
people to be aware of the entire line, that's
fine. But, in general, it's not good visually
and | don't think that it particularly helps
each artist or act.”

-
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MCA’s Vanek and others felt that the
right combination of artists was a crucial
factor in putting together an ad that would
spur sales of each record.

“If you can group artists who are similar
in sound. then | feel multi-album ads canbe
effective,” stated Vanek. “In that way. you
can get more for your money.” Chrysalis’
Bass seconded Vanek, saying, “If you have
two or three hot records at one time, multi-
album ads can further stimulate the sales of
each piece of product.”

In the case of a specialized type of music,
such as disco, Casablanca’s Chotin repor-
ted that multi-album ads “were successful
for some new product releases and dance
music ads, because we neverusediscoasa
classification.’

Efficient Media Mix

Finally, the key to any successful
marketing and advertising campaign
rested in achieving an efficient media mix.
By recognizing the importance of each fac-
tor in the total advertising picture, label ex-
ecutives felt that they could maximize their
ad dollars and reach the targeted audience
at the same time.

“We're dealing with a highly perishable
product with an extremely short shelf-life,”
explained Atlantic's Shulman. “We depend
on reinforcement from radio, consumer
and trade press, TV and everything else in-
volved in the media mix. You take away any
of those and you affect the entire system.”

castrato, was sung bravely and with
authority by English soprano Felicity
Palmer. Yvonne Kenny as Palmide had the
most beautiful music in the opera, and her
ravishing voice met every reqguirement.
Tenor Rockwell Blake used his fine lyric
voice to sublime effect in the long and
strenucus part of Adriano, hitting high C’s
everywhere and even two E naturals!
Justino Diaz's sonorous and agile bass
made the most of Aladino’s music. The
chorus, too, was excellent.

“Miss Havisham's Fire"” draws spiritually
on be! canto styles, but, unlike operas of
“The Crusader’ " ilk, which treat the drama
as something incidental, the musicin “Miss
Havisham” supports the dramaturgy. Here,
at last. we have a contemporary opera that
is truly musical.

Argento’s writing is eclectic, but he
doesn't actually rifle the scores of past
masters for material: heistoosubtleandin-
ventive a craftsman for that. Instead, he has
absorbed devices, operatic traditions.
dramatic situations and gimmicks and
transformed them into something of his
own. These familiarities do not offend, but
form an agreeable bridge between old and
new.

Argento and his librettist, John Olon-
Seymgeour, adapted their work from
Dickens’ “Great Expectations.” The action
including a prologue, numerous flashbacks
and a redundantly long mad-scene
epilogue, revolves around the death by fire
of Aurelia Havisham, a woman who has
been a recluse ever since she was jilted by
her lover on their wedding day.

The large cast was top-notch. Soprano
Rita Shane, who played Miss Havisham as
an old woman, acted and sang her frighten-
ing and challenging part sensationally well,
creating a character to rank among the
great. bizarre creatures of opera. Gianni
Rolandi was excellent, too, as the young
Miss Havisham, who had the prettiest sing-

ing partinthe opera. Argento wrote aheart-
wrenching scene for Pip. which was
movingly rendered by baritone Alan Titus.
Among the many fascinating character
parts, Elaine Bonazze stood out as the elder
Nanny.

“Miss Havisham's Fire" served as an ar-
tistic swansong for Julius Rudel, who will be
replaced as City Opera Director by Beverly
Sills on July 1. He conducted the work with
the dedication and love it deserves. The
audience, by the way, cheered all those
concerned in this wonderful addition to the
operatic repertoire.

At arecent Avery Fisher Hall concert, the
New York Philharmonic acquitted them-
selves very well under the expert direction
of Claudio Abbado.

Opening the program was Gyorgy
Ligeti's “Lontano,” a contemporary work
that sustained a surprising amount of ten-
sion, considering the piece's inherent lack
of diversity. Slowly changing harmonies
formed by long, sustained tones were the
basis of the composition. The effect was
mostly eerie, evoking a moment of life in a
precarious suspension.

Keyboard virtuoso Maurizio Pollini was
the soloist in the Philharmonic’s rendition
of Beethoven's Piano Concerto No. 4 in G.
Pianist and orchestra were always well-
coordinated, and Pollini's solo flights
evidenced an ear that is keenly attuned to
Beethoven's musical language.

In the major work on the program.
Tchaikovsky's Symphony No. 5in E minor,
Abbado and the Philharmonic demon-
strated superior musicianship. Their per-
formance gave the work's foreboding
motto theme an almost frightening clarity
every time it appeared, and the Andante
had a visceral intensity of emotion. Abbado
also shaped the march-like theme of the
finale so that it had a strong impact without
dragging along. as it does in many other
performances. ken terry
