Records are your best entertainment value. 
With near unanimous agreement that the 

aforementioned maxim is true, it is time to let others 
realize this secret. 

And the great hook to this is that it can be done 
without a costly advertising campaign which also re- 
quires executives from various labels to agree to a 

budget and a creative approach. Quite simply, a 

series of phone calls and verbal agreements are all 
that is needed. 

Whenever a manufacturer advertises his albums, 
be it in print, or on radio or television, simply include 
the statement, "Records are your best entertain- 
ment value." It can be added vocally to the end of a 

radio or TV spot and at the bottom of a print ad or

billboard. 
Considering that consumers are looking for the 

most for their money, the time is right to let them 
know the investment value of music. With minimal 
care, a consumer can spend $4-6 and have a work of 
art for a lifetime. 

This simple program needs to be coordinated 
through the RIAA or another industry organization 
that will take the initiative to promote the concept to 
the manufacturers. In a matter of days, the plan 
could be instituted. 

Educating the buyer is a continual process and 
the constant reinforcement of records tied to value 
can only increase sales and create a better image for 
the industry in general.

New Labels Gathering Steam 
Despite Industry Slowdown 
by Alan Sutton and Marc Cetner 

LOS ANGELES - In an era of industry- 
wide consolidation and layoffs, nine new 
record companies formed within the past 
year have shown surprising chart strength 
while expanding their artist rosters and 
staffs. And what's more, these labels have 
achieved success by breaking new artists 
or by revitalizing careers of acts with past 
hits. 

The companies - Infinity, Planet, ARC, 
Free Flight, MVP, EMI America/UA, Hilltak, 
Source and GRP - range in size from small 
boutique labels to full -line operations. All 
except one are branch distributed. 

The principals behind the companies are 
equally diverse. Three are recently -formed 
subsidiaries of conglomerates involved in 
the record business; three are the result of 
production deals between noted pro- 
ducers and major record labels; one is an 
offshoot of a successful management firm; 
one is partially funded through MCA's New 
Ventures minority assistance program, and 
one is headed by two industry veterans with 
past experience at a number of com- 
panies. 

Scoreboard 
Among them the new labels have thus far 

accounted for six gold singles, one

Ron Alexenburg's MCA -distributed 
Infinity Records is an example of a label that 
has delivered charting records from both 
new and reemerging artists.

("Every l's a Winner") certified gold by the

Concern With Sell -Through 
Seen In Summer Programs 

by Ken Terry and Joey Berlin 
NEW YORK Except for CBS Records, 
which is offering its accounts a program on 
34 currently hot titles, the major labels are 
avoiding dealer incentive programs on 
large numbers of new releases this sum- 
mer. While a number of customer 
programs have been scheduled, they are 
mostly limited to incentives on a few 
specific titles or catalog product in par- 
ticular musical areas. 

Although label executives refrained from 
stating that their policy on these programs 
was related to the continuing problem of 
returns, they seemed to be increasingly 
concerned with sell -through, rather than 
with shipping tonnage. 

"It does us no good to move merchan- 
dise from our branch floors to our 
customers' floors if the consumer doesn't 
pick it up," commented Vic Faraci, ex- 
ecutive vice president of WEA. 

According to Faraci, WEA's summer ad- 
vertising campaigns will include a number 
of new releases, but incentive programs will 
only be offered on specific titles as those 
LPs begin to garner reaction in the market- 
place. Explaining the difference between 
this approach and some of WEA's past 
summer campaigns, Faraci said, "We do 
not at this point want to take a shot on pre- 
selected titles and have dealers load up 
again on a whole bunch of pre -selected ti- 
tles. We want to play them as they occur." 

Faraci added that WEA has expanded its 
summer promotion plan to include the en- 
tire period from May through Labor Day. 
"We want to be very aggressive with con- 
sumer promotions throughout the summer, 
rather than just 50°/u of the summer," said 
Faraci. "In order to do that, we cannot in 
April or May pre -select titles that we might 

Korvettes Keeps Lowballing, 
And Competitors Cut Prices

NEW YORK - Korvettes. the first major 
record retailer in the New York area to ad- 
vertise $7.98 list product for $3.99 this year, 
continued to promote that price last week 
with advertisements for 48 current LPs in 
the Sunday and Thursday editions of such 
newspapers as the New York Times, the 
Daily News, and the New York Post. 

Meanwhile, retailers in the New York 
area continued to react to the Korvettes 
move by matching - and in some cases 
undercutting - the Korvettes price. For ex- 
ample, while Korvettes advertised Donna 
Summer's new "Bad Girls" and "Live" dou- 
ble LPs for 7.88, Jimmy's Music World, the 
four -unit retailer that at one time was the 
leading area record lowballer, was 
promoting the "Bad Girls" album for $6.99 
as a pre -Memorial Day week special. Sam 
Goody and Alexander's, a 15 -unit depart- 
ment store chain, advertised the "Bad 
Girls" LP for $6.99 as part of their Memorial 
Day -week specials. 

On Long Island, the 17 -unit Music 
Warehouse chain, which has been offering 
new LPs by Blondie, Supertramp, Rickie Lee 
Jones, Dire Straits, Bad Company, and Joe 
Jackson for $3.99 with the ad from Good 
Times, the area's biweekly music 
magazine, last week advertised the Cher 
album for $3.99 in Newsday. 

Hurting Catalog Sales 
Ernie Candeo, director of advertising 

and promotion for the company, said he 
foresees adding more titles to the list to 
keep in step with his competitors. "We've 
been forced into it," he said. "How much 
lower can everyone go?" He speculated 

' that the current situation "will encourage 
people to buy nothing but hit product at 
$3.99 and an occasional disco -disc, to the 
ultimate detriment of catalog goods." 

To mark the opening of the Record 
World/TSS chain's 25th store in West 
Orange, N.J., the company is offering an 
all -label sale this week, featuring selected 
$7.98 list titles for $4.47 and $4.77. Three 
weeks ago, Record World had dropped to 
$3.97 on several titles, but then raised that

Petty Files For 
Chap. XI, Seeking 
Stay Of Injunction

NEW YORK - MCA recording artist Tom 
Petty has filed a petition under Chapter XI 

of the bankruptcy laws in the US District 
Court for the Central District of California. 
By virtue of the petition, which gives Petty 
the right to work out a reorganization of his 
debt payment, Petty will gain a stay of the 
court order that MCA Records obtained to 
prevent Petty from pacting with another 
label (Cash Box, May 12). According to 
several lawyers consulted by Cash Box, 
that may also give him the freedom to 
negotiate a deal with another record com- 
pany. 

The suit intensifies Petty's already com- 
plicated relationship with MCA, which was 
assigned Petty's contract by ABC Records, 
which in turn was assigned Petty's contact 
by Shelter Records. According to a source 
close to Petty, "Tom's problems began with 
his original contract with Shelter, which he 
feels they breached. It was something he 
could have contested while at ABC, but he 
wasn't dissatisfied with ABC. At MCA he 
feels he'll be stuck." 

Why then did Petty opt for Chapter XI, in- 
stead of countersuing MCA and Shelter, 
which had also sued him? 

"Because he doesn't have any money," 
said the source. "Under Chapter XI, Tom 
will ask the court to reject his executory

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ELO And Other LPs Benefit 
From Half -Speed Mastering 

By Mike Glynn 
LOS ANGELES - Almost two years ago, 
Jet recording group Electric Light Orches- 
tra came to Stan Ricker, chief engineer of 
the JVC Cutting Center in Hollywood, Cali- 
fornia, for the original recutting of their "Out 
Of The Blue" LP. The album was pne of the 
first major commercial releases to be cut 
off of a half -speed master in many years. 

ELO returned to Ricker, the sole practi- 
tioner of the half -speed process in the 
United States, earlier this year with the 
master tape of their forthcom(ng "Dis- 
covery" LP and the'first 500,000 units of the 
record, representing the initial pressing 
run, were subsequently cpt from lacquers 
which Ricker re -mastered; 

ELO is part of a growing number of 
contemporary pop, rock and jazz artists 
who are giving more care and attention to 
the finished vinyl version, as well as the 
recording, of their records. While the high 
costs of digital recording and the Scarcity of 
available digital studio equipment tend to 
restrict its use at this time, major artists 
and groups havl been seeking other 
alternatives in achieving quality sound on 
their albums. Half -speed master(n9 is one 
such alternative. 

"Aside from being a client, ELO is a rare 
example of a group that has it together," 
said Ricker. "They care enough about their 
music to plan receding and mastering in 
advance. When they overdub, it's not be- 
cause they're covering for mistakes but 
each musician plays four or five instru- 
ments. It's creative multitracking." 

Ricker also views himself in a creative 
role because, in most cases, he will 
equalize the levels on the recording in the 
process of re -cutting the master. 

"In Europe and Japan, they don't call it 
disk mastering but tape to disk transfer. 
The technical people there do not assume a 
creative role, whereas we make a big dis- 
tinction between the two processes," 
added Ricker. 

For almost three years now, Ricker has 
been involved in half -speed mastering, in 
which the edited and re -mixed two -track 
master tape is run at half the normal speed, 
along with the cutting lathe, to cut a new 
lacquer. 

By running the lathe and master at half 
speed, the stylus, which is 43% shorter 
than usual, is able to etch a more perfect 
groove on the lacquer. This process offers 
considerably less distortion on records cut 
off of the new master. as well as extended 
frequency response. capturing more of the 
high and low notes, and better separation 
of information on adjacent tracks, enhanc- 
ing the stereo image. 

The half -speed mastering process has 
been around for a number of years, almost 
since the birth of stereo itself. The major 
constraint of the process was that it took 
twice as long as usual to cut the master lac- 
quer, so as the recording industry grew, 
time pressures, forced the major labels to 
abondon it. 

The production of quadrophonic rec- 
ords and systems. known as CD -4, in the

Enough and the Hardy Boys' Parker 
Stevenson. Twelve out -of -uniform Play- 
boy bunnies in Ocean/Ariola jump suits, 
greeted guests as they entered through a 
drawbridge patterned after the 
Ocean/Ariola record label. A sextet of 

midgets reinforced the "oceanic" motif by 
appearing onstage in scuba gear with the 
entire 81 -piece El Camino College march- 
ing band while Eze Burts presented Kreiner 
and Cossie with Mayor Bradley's pro- 
clamation of May 22 as "Ocean Records 
Day." The stage was very crowded. 

Kreiner and Cossie, who handled such 
artists as Chanson. Chic, Norma Jean, 
Linda Evans. David Werner and Debbie 
Jacobs for MK Productions on Atlantic, 
Ariola and other labels, will also be featur- 
ing Ullanda, Paul Sabu. Sister Power, 
Buddy Turner and Rocky's Burt Young 
(who performed his upcoming disco single 
"Burt's Blues" at the party in between 
Ullanda's and the midgets' sets) on their 
own Ocean label. 

Strategy

Disco, Jazz, Rock 
Categories Added 
To Grammy Voting 
LOS ANGELES - During the annual 
meeting over the May 20 weekend in 
Guadalajara, Mexico, trustees of the 
National Academy of Recording Arts & 
Sciences voted to add six new categories to 
the Grammy Awards voting procedures. At 
the same meeting, Jay Lowy, vice president 
of Jobete Music, was elected academy 
president, with Ron Kramer being chosen 
for the secretary -treasurer post and Murray 
Allen as first national VP. 

Rock, which had been included in the 
pop music field, received four of the six 
categories: Best Female Vocal, Best Male 
Vocal, Best Vocal by a Duo or Group and 
Best Instrumental. Disco and Jazz Fusion 
were awarded one category each. Best 
Arrangement for Voices was eliminated 
and the status of the Classical Producer 
category is still pending. 

The trustees also voted to create 
separate fields for comedy, children, 
spoken word. Latin and ethnic recording. 
Each has one category. Installation of a 
computer service in the national office was 
voted to simplify and improve processing of 
awards. 

Another topic of intense discussion was 
financing of the NARAS institute and 
educational foundation funded by the 
Academy. The meeting concluded with a 
standing ovation for outgoing president. 
Bill Denny. 

Cì4SH BOX 

Heatwave is indeed "Hot Property." as 
the title of their new album claims. Not only 
have the group's first two LPs, "Too Hot To 
Handle" and "Central Heating" gone 
platinum, but Heatwave's singles "Boogie 
Nights" and "Always and Forever" have 
received gold certifications. In addition, the 
eight -member band's latest LP is burning 
up the Cash Box charts - #12 bullet on the 
Black Contemporary LP chart and #40 on 
our Pop album chart. 

"Hot Property" is a potent brew of steamy 
ballads. hot rockers and molten 
funkathons. The new release is different 
than the two prior albums in that emphasis 
is placed on the smooth vocals of the 
group's founding members, Keith and 
Johnnie Wilder. 

"We never want to be classified as just an 
R&B group, or disco, or pop, because we 
feel there's something here for everybody. 
and we really want to be in the homes of 
everyone." says Keith. 

Perhaps the reason why Heatwave, 
whose sales from their first two albums ex- 
ceed 10 million worldwide, has such univer- 
sal appeal is that they are truly universal. 
The Wilder brothers hail from Dayton, Ohio. 
Rod Temperton, who plays keyboards and 
is the band's key songwriter is a native of 
Grimsby in Northern England. Ernest 
(Bilbo) Berger. the group's drummer, was 
born in Czechoslavakia. Roy Carter. who 
plays rhythm guitar and keyboards, is 
English by way of Jamaican descent. Bill 
Jones, Heatwave's lead guitarist, is another 
Dayton, Ohio native. Derek Bramble, the 
band's bass player, is the only native Lon- 
doner in the group. Heatwave is rounded 
off by Calvin Duke, who is the band's 
second keyboard player. Calvin is from the 
USA and is a former member of the Fatback 
band. 

The Epic recording group's latest LP was 
produced by Phil Ramone. Ramone is 
known for his work with Paul Simon, 
Chicago and Billy Joel. The producer has 
strong jazz pop leanings, and complements 
Heatwave's own abilities in that direction on 
the new album. Top flight jazz com- 
poser/producer Dave Grusin did the 
orchestration on the LP. 
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NEW FACES TO WATCH 

John Hiatt 
Last year, John Hiatt was opening for Leo 

Kottke and caught the attention of Kottke's 
manager/producer Denny Bruce. 

"Playing as a solo artist John was like a 

wolf in sheep's clothing," recalls Bruce. "He 
struck me as the best lyric writer I'd heard in 

a long, long time and a great rock stylist. 
"I went up to him after the show and said 

'You're a rock 'n' roller.' His response was 
'Yeah, but I can't afford a band.' " 

So Bruce got a demo together for him 
and aroused the interest of MCA's Denny 
Rosencrantz and Harvey Kubernik. The 
result is "Slug Line," a direct and im- 
mediate rock album that has some critics 
hailing Hiatt as "America's answer to Elvis 
Costello." But Hiatt doesn't buy the com- 
parison. 

"Comparing artists shows a lack of im- 
agination on the writer's part," says Hiatt. "I 
don't think I'm like anyone and I'm not a part 
of any movement. My approach is to cap- 
ture a human moment - that's what I 

always go after." 
And that's what Hiatt delivers on "Slug 

Line," with songs like "Sharon's Got A 

Drugstore," "The Night That Kenny Died" 
and "The Negroes Were Dancing." The 
economy of his music and Hiatt's precision 
vocals make it easy to peg Hiatt as "new 
wave" but his personal lyric style and the 
subtly clever craftmanship of his songs 
(fine tuned during five years as a staff writer 
at Tree Publishing) set Hiatt apart. 

"John's a classic rock 'n' roller in the style 
of Eddie Cochran and John Fogerty," says 
Bruce, who is also president of Takoma 
Records in addition to his work with Kottke, 
Hiatt, John Fahey and others. "He'll never 
write a bad song and won't need frills or 
gimmickery to get over to the public." 

Hiatt grew up in Indiana, where he was 
putting together garage bands when he 
was 12. At 18, he moved to Nashville, where 
he landed his staff position at Tree. In the 
mid -'70s Hiatt put out two albums on Epic 
which he now calls "undeveloped, but 
promising." 

"The LPs got good reaction but weren't 
promoted," Hiatt remembers. "I had no 
management and I really don't blame Epic 
for not pushing them. The albums had no 
big designs, they just gave me a chance to 
get some songs off my chest." 

After the Epic albums, Hiatt put himself 
on the road. But he wasn't getting anywhere 
and wanted to settle in somewhere and 
concentrate on writing and cutting another 
LP. It was at this point that Denny Bruce 
stepped in and gave him the chance. 

"Now with my MCA deal I can do what I 

want to do," enthuses Hiatt. "I'm driven to 
continue writing and hopefully not repeat 
myself. I'd be writing whether I was 
recording or not. I can't imagine doing 
anything else, except maybe being a game 
show host." 

"Slug Line" has been slowly but steadily 
climbing the charts since its release last 
month. This week it stands at #172 on the 
Cash Box Top 200 Albums Chart. 

"'Slug Line' is close to what I'm getting 
at, although - like any creative endeavor - it falls short of its original goals," sum- 
marizes Hiatt. "I'm being allowed to cut my 
own throat, which is great. I have no com- 
plaints, except that it's not happening fast 
enough." 

Alton McClain & 
Destiny 

Although it is a bit unusual for a new 
group to have a hit single their first time out, 
Alton McClain and Destiny's "It's About 
Love" is indeed a smashing debut success. 

McClain, the trio's 25 -year -old lead 
singer, was born and raised in Baltimore, 
Maryland, where she was introduced to 
singing in a grammar school choir. While 
attending Northern High in Baltimore, she 
listened intently to records by Aretha 
Franklin, the Jackson Five, and Sly and the 
Family Stone, and she sang professionally 
in a soul band that played local cabarets. 
even though, she recalls, "I was legally too 
young." 

After graduating from high school, 
McClain went to secretarial school and then 
got a job at the post office. However, she 
soon found out that she "didn't want to work 
there." So McClain took a year off and prac- 
ticed her vocal craft. She had already cut a 

single after she left high school ("Come 
Back Baby" on Forward Records) and now 
she concentrated on doing commercials 
and other studio work. 

In 1977 she decided to leave her 
hometown, she says, "because Baltimore 
didn't offer anything to further my career," and 
headed out to Los Angeles. She didn't 
know anyone there but friends had told her 
to look up Vonny Sweeny, who eventually 
became her manager. After a showcase at 
the Troubadour, she was signed for a brief 
tour that included Nate Evands, formerly of 
the Impressions, and Frankie Gaye. Mar - 
vin's brother. 

When she returned to L.A., producer 
Frank Wilson heard her demo tapes and 
was so impressed that he approached 
Polydor Records, who told him that they 
were interested in a vocal trio. So he began 
auditioning a host of the West Coast's finest 
unsigned talent and finally settled on 
D'Marie Warren and Robyrda Stifer. 

Warren, a Minnesota native, began sing- 
ing in church, but delayed her career by 
finishing college and becoming an airline 
stewardess. California -born Stiger had 
sung with several leading Los Angeles soul 
groups, and came highly recommended to 
Wilson. The act became known as Destiny, 
and the three women meshed together so 
well that Wilson began recording their 
debut album in June, 1978, without a 

recording contract. 
As soon as Polydor executives Rick 

Stevens and Frankie Crocker heard the 
group, though, Alton McClain and Destiny 
were immediately signed to the label. The 
three ladies then met label mate Millie 
Jackson, who asked them to sing backup 
for her. That's exactly what they did from 
August to March, at which time their self - 
titled debut album was released. 

They made their initial live appearances 
as a group in April, and starting in July. 
Alton McClain and Destiny are scheduled to 
begin a major national tour with L.T.D. The 
debut album, McClain says. "was a 

challenge to me. The writers were trying to 
give me different phases to go through, 
which caused me to be more creative. It 
was a good experience, and, since we all 
have become good friends, it was also fun. 
But, she adds, it's even more fun to per- 
form."

Orleans Returns With Hit LP: 
Doing Fine Without John Hall

NEW YORK - Orleans, whose hit single, 
"Love Takes Time," and whose album 
"Forever," are both firmly ensconced on 
Cash Box's Top 20, is in the enviable posi- 
tion of not having to rely on its hit -studded 
past. Although at the time of the group's 
biggest hit, "Still the One," they were iden- 
tified with John Hall, who has since left to 
pursue a solo career, the current group, 
whose lineup consists of Larry Hoppen on 
lead guitar. Wells Kelly on drums, Lance 
Hoppen on bass, Bob Leinbach on 
keyboards, and R.A. Martin on sax, is 
determined to forge ahead without looking 
back. 

"People tend to ask us about John," says 
Larry Hoppen. "Now he's doing well and so 
are we. and we'd like to concentrate on 
Orleans' future." 

For Hoppen, the commitment to move 
forward with his music has been main- 
tained for nearly a decade. In 1970, Hop - 
pen. Bob Leinbach, and Wells Kelly formed 
Boffalongo, who had the original version of 
the hit, "Dancin' In The Moonlight." In 1972, 
following the disbanding of Boffalongo. 

Playboy Plans

LOS ANGELES - The week of June 9 to 16 
was proclaimed "Playboy Jazz Festival 
Week" by L.A. Mayor Tom Bradley at a 

ceremony at City Hall. Playboy Enterprises 
will host a whole roster of jazz events free to 
the public in the course of the week. 

The festival week will kick off with a 

parade, Sunday. June 10, down Hollywood 
Blvd. Playboy publisher Hugh Hefner will 
be grand marshal of the parade, which will 
feature bands, floats and special jazz - 
related events.

Hoppen and Kelly formed Orleans with 
John Hall, dater taking on Larry's brother 
Lance. They scored first with "Dance With 
Me," added second drummer Jerry 
Marotta. and scored again with "Still The 
One." But in 1977, Hall and Marotta left to 
pursue individual careers, and Orleans' 
current phase began. 

Going Through Changes 
"When John and Jerry left it was up to me 

to put together a new group," said Hoppen. 
"We went through lots of changes; we ad- 
ded Bob (Leinbach). and then, in the fall of

Pay Record Sums 
To AFM Union 
LOS ANGELES - Record and tape 
manufacturers will pay approximately $14 
million to members of the American 
Federation of Musicians, AFL-CIO, who 
play for phonograph recordings. Some 38,- 
000 AFM Union members will receive 
checks. Manufacturers paid an additional 
S40 million directly to union member musi- 
cians for recording sessions, with that 
figure representing a 19% increase over the 
last fiscal year's payments. 

Payment Explanation 
Payments by manufacturers to the union 

are stipulated by the collective bargaining 
agreements made by recording companies 
which have signed such agreements with 
the union. Basically, the contract works this 
way: each record manufacturer makes pay- 
ments to the union based on the manufac- 
turer's annual volume of sales. The union 
member who made recordings receives in- 
dividual payment determined by his or her 
annual scale wages. Payment schedules 
are set up so that AFM members receive 
royalties for five years on all recordings. 

The union receives roughly .05% of sales 
made by manufacturers. Individual check 
payments to musicians will go from the low 
of $16 to a high of $50,000. The union fund, 
called the Phonograph Record Manufac- 
turers Special Payments Fund, was es- 
tablished in 1964, with industry contribu- 
tions in that totalling only $1 million. 

Horizon Releases 
Two Debut LPs 
LOS ANGELES - Horizon Records, the 
A&M-affiliated custom label, headed by 
Tommy LiPuma, has released debut 
albums from Gordon Michaels and Yellow 
¡Magic Orchestra. 

Singer/songwriter Michael's first album 
"Stargazer," is a collection of pop songs 
which reflect the artist's idea that the "three 
minute song is an art form." The LP was 
produced by Hugh McCracken. 

The Yellow Magic Orchestra LP was 
composed and performed by a three-man 
group, led by Haroumi Hosono, and the 
music features electronic colorations and 
digitally programmed passages. 

More Convictions In 
Premier Theatre Case 
NEW YORK - Three of the four remaining 
defendants in the Westchester Premier 
Theatre trial were convicted last week in 
U.S. District Court in Manhattan on charges 
of stock fraud and bankruptcy fraud 
charges. 

Following an eight -week trial, the jury 
returned guilty verdicts against Eliot 
Weisman, 40, of Scarsdale, N.Y.; Leonard 
Horwitz, 54, of Wilston, Conn.; and 
Salvatore Cannatella, 42, of Williamsville, 
N.Y. A fourth defendant, Murad Nersesian, 
55, of Dobbs Ferry, N.Y., was acquitted. 
Weisman, the former president of the 
theatre, and the two other defendants face 
up to five years in prison at their sentencing 
June 27. 

Hung Jury 
A three-month trial of Gregory DePalma 

and Richard Fusco, who were undisclosed 
principals in the operation as well as other 
major defendants in the case, ended in 
January with a hung jury. Both men have 
since pleaded guilty to stock fraud and 
bankruptcy fraud charges.

This LP is a documentation of a Mangione performance at the 

Hollywood Bowl with a seventy -piece orchestra, and it is in- 
deed magic. Mangione is one of the pioneers of jazz/fusion and 
fans of his airy flugel horn sound will find this live greatest hits 
package hard to resist. The double album contains letter per- 
fect versions of "Land Of Make Believe," "Feels So Good," and 
"Chase The Clouds Away." Suited to a variety of lists. 

GERRY RAFFERTY - Night Owl - UA LA -958-1 - 
Producers: Hugh Murphy and Gerry Rafferty - List: 7.98 

Rafferty delivers another fine mix of soft and mid -tempo 
rockers on "Night Owl." Rafferty's high, distinctive vocals are 
most appealing on "Days Gone Down" and "Take The Money 
And Run" on the new LP. Several of the songs on the album 
have the same dramatic intensity of "Baker Street." This collec- 
tion of light, melodic rockers has something for every format. 

WINNER TAKES ALL - The Isley Brothers -T -Neck PZ2 
36077 - Producer: The Isley Brothers - List: 13.98 

lsley fans will revel in this masterful two -record set, which is 
probably the group's best effort yet. Long regarded as one of 
the premier R&B configurations, the boys' silky harmonies have 
never sounded better. The album is filled with lusty funk ex- 
travaganzas, lilting soul tinged ballads and straight ahead R&B 
classics. R&B programmers will have this album at the top of 
their playlist for a long time to come. 

WHAT THE HELL IS THIS? - Johnny "Guitar" Watson -DJM 
Records DJM-24 - Producer: Johnny "Guitar" Watson - List: 
7.98 

Masterfunker Johnny "Guitar" is back and in fine form on 
"What The Hell Is This?" His gritty vocals are once again en- 
hanced by some fine production and top flight horn charts. This 
new collection is full of the funny street raps that illuminate the 
minor predicaments that the urban brother faces from day to 
day. "Proud Of You" and "I Don't Want To Be The President" are 
especially humorous. For R&B formats. 

LIFE AND LOVE - Leon Russell - Paradise PAK 3341 - 
Producer: Leon Russell - List: 7.98 

There are lots of songs about love on the latest LP by this 
Moses of southern rock. Intimate production work highlights 
this assemblage of Muscle Shoals, boogie woogie and southern 
fried, Delta blues numbers. The percussion sounds, supplied 
by Linn/Moffett Electronics, subtly embellish Russell's unique 
vocals. The LP is suited to a variety of lists. 

ALL THERE IS - Exile - Warner Bros. BSK 3323- Producer: 
Mike Chapman - List: 7.98 

There's lots of good disco -oriented material on this Chinni - 
chap influenced LP. Some nice arrangements, a foot -tapping 
steady rhythm kick and those blue-eyed soul Exile vocals make 
for an engaging outing. "How Could This Go Wrong," and "The 
Part Of Me That Needs You Most" should be winners on the 
disco scene. The album is suited to R&B and dancing lists. 

LAMINAR FLOW - Roy Orbison - Asylum 6E-198 - 
Producers: Clayton Ivey and Terry Woodford - List: 7.98 

Orbison moves through a variety of styles on "Laminar Flow." 
The LP opens with a string flourish and then segues into the 
disco -oriented "Easy Way Out." The album has a decidedly 
MOR feel to it, but there are exceptions like "Lay It Down," a nifty 
rocker. The feature cut on the LP is "Hound Dog Man," a sensi - 
'ive tribute to Elvis Presley. For pop and country lists. 

INFINITE RIDER ON THE BIG DOGMA - Michael Nesmith - 
Pacific Arts PAC7-130 - Producer: Michael Nesmith - List: 
7.98 

Michael Nesmith really sheds his Monkee fur on this LP and 
stands revealed as a rock 'n' roll wildman. The album teems with 
tight full-bodied compositions like "Carioca" and "Factions." 
His prior solo events have had a country twang to them, but "In- 
finite Rider On The Big Dogma" is a rockin' joy. Perfect for AOR 
lists. 

SCREAMS - Infinity INF 9009 - Producer: Terry Luttrell -

Screams offers up some thunderous, primal rock 'n' roll on its 
debut LP. Heavy bass lines, raucous rhythms and command- 
ing lead vocals are what this band is all about, and its brand of 
music is tailor made for live shows. This infectious "Saturday 
night's all right for fightin' " sound should garner them many 
fans. and AOR should listen up. 
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MONOLITH - Kansas - Kirshner FZ 36008 - Producer:

Many have tried to reproduce Kansas' sound but none have 
been able to duplicate the grandiose, almost orchestral rock 'n' 
roll music that is equally suited to both AM and FM formats. 
"Monolith" is a tribute to the native American and the same time 
a putdown of modern man - an interesting theme by an even 
more interesting band. "Monolith" is suited to a variety of lists. 

STATE OF SHOCK - Ted Nugent - Epic FE 360000 - 
Producers: Cliff Davies and Lew Flutterman - List: 8.98 

A "true grit" rock 'n' roll version of George Harrison's "I Want 
To Tell You" opens the latest waxing from rock's original Mr. 
Rude. Nugent knows the formula for selling out record stores 
and baseball stadiums alike, and, as always, his thunderstorm- 
ing brand of rock is hard to resist. "State Of Shock" is rife with 
those famous neanderthal rhythms and Nugent will again have 
AOR programmers in a stranglehold. 

LET ME BE GOOD TO YOU - Lou Rawls - Philadelphia 
International JZ 36006 - Producers: Gamble, Huff, Wansel, 
Faith and Bell - List: 7.98 

Rawls' velvety, deep vocals can be heard in all their splendor 
on "Let Me Be Good To You." He has the uncanny ability to take 
a modern day standard, like "Tomorrow" from the play "Annie," 
and make it his own special "Rawlsian" classic. Most of the 
songs on the new LP, such as Gamble and Huff's "What's The 
Matter With The World," reflect his own "natural man" philoso- 
phy. For a variety of lists. 

REDDY - Helen Reddy - Capitol SO -11949 - Producer: 
Frank Day - List: 7.98 

Ms. Reddy takes a step onto the disco floor with a few numb- 
ers on her new LP. However, the album contains several tunes 
that could become MOR standards. Her sensual vocals are in 
peak form on a fine rendition of the Doobie Brothers' "Minute By 
Minute." The disco oriented "You're So Good" is another high- 
light on the LP. MOR and disco programmers should take inter- 
est. 

THE AMAZING RHYTHM ACES - Columbia - JC 36083 -

The Amazing Rhythm Aces have assembled a fine batch of 
country pop tunes for their latest LP. One song, "Love And 
Happiness" is an excellent follow-up to "Third Rate Romance."

This excellent country crossover album will fit in well on 
pop. country and AOR playlists. A rerelease of the group's last 
ABC album.

The Climax Blues Band is spearheaded by the powerful 
vocals and searing lead guitar work of Peter Haycock and the 
gripping sax lines of Colin Cooper on its latest effort. The band 
maintains allegiance to the blues throughout the LP, but the 
album's highpoint is a down and dirty rocker called "Fat City." 
"Real To Reel" is a natural for AOR formats. 

NEAR PERFECT/PERFECT - Martin Mull - Elektra 6E-200 - Producer: Bones Howe - List: 7.98 
Martin Mull became a household name thanks to TV, but has 

yet to enjoy similar success as a recording artist. But "Near Per- 
fect/Perfect" is by far his most effective recording, taking 
advantage of his host persona by using a radio show theme that 
lets Mull mix his wacky songs with lots of hilarious asides and 
mock commercials. Irreverent laughs, including the funniest 
album cover of the year. Should be prominently displayed. 

HEY WORLD - Roadmaster - Mercury SRM 1-3774 - 
Producer: George Riker - List: 7.98 

This midwest touring band shows that it possesses the rock 
'n' roll drive of an Aerosmith and the production capabilities of a 
Boston on its new LP. The album abounds with catchy hooks 
and slick engineering techniques. The "hell raisin' " rocker, "Us 
Comin' Back" is this well crafted LP's highlight. AOR should find 
a nice add in this one.

price to give the market "a chance to get a 
hold of itself again," according to a 
spokesman for the chain. 

"Results are always good when you want 
to give your product away," commented 
Roy Imber, president of Elroy Enterprises, 
which supplies Record World/TSS, "but 
you've got to make a profit in order to pay 
your bills." However, Imber would not 
preclude the possibility of returning to 
$3.97, should the company have to bend its 
pricing policy to accommodate the market 
conditions. 

How Long? 

Although a spokesman for Korvettes 
declined to comment on the duration of the 
company's low -price strategy, $7.98 list 
product by such artists as Sister Sledge, In- 
stant Funk, GO, War, Chic, Amii Stewart, 
Bell & James, Supertramp, Dire Straits, 
George Harrison, Patti Smith, Marshall 
Tucker, Tycoon, Graham Parker, the Spin- 
ners, the Cars, Foxy, Joe Jackson, Rickie 
Lee Jones, Peter Allen, Lou Reed, Bad 
Company, Grover Washington, Roxy 
Music, St. Tropez, and Blondie was adver- 
tised for $3.99 throughout the week in the 
company's New York area stores. Tapes 
were selling for $4.99 each. 

In addition, $8.98 list product by the Bee 
Gees, Village People, Rod Stewart, and Van 
Halen was being offered at $4.44, with 
tape prices at $5.49. 

Will Challenge `Insanity' 
One New York retailer who says he will 

not permit Korvettes to develop an image 
as the lowest -priced record merchant in the 
area is Jay Sonin, owner of the Record Hun- 
ter, who said that he was ready to dip below 
the $3.99 mark "if the present insanity go- 
ing on at Korvettes does not end soon."

monitoring the situation for the past five 
weeks and is prepared to react within the 
next 30 days if Korvettes continues its 
courrent pricing policy. "We don't like to 
start price wars," he remarked, "but we do 
like to finish them." 

At Disc -O -Mat, the five -unit retailer 
whose fixed sale price for $7.98 list product 
is $4.49, a spokesman said that the chain 
would not contemplate any changes in 
price until the company sees a "dramatic" 
change in its business. "Ideally, a depart- 
ment store should not have an effect on 
record retailers," said the spokesman, 
adding, "if someone is going to do it, it's 
better that it's a department store and not 
another retailer." 

Sam Goody, which had been advertising 
selected $7.98 list for $4.29, moved to $3.99 
for the first time this year as part of its 
Memorial Day -week sale package. The 
chain is offering a different $7.98 list title for 
the $3.99 price each day, including product 
by Orleans, Rickie Lee Jones, Ron Wood, 
and George Harrison, in addition to the new 
Donna Summer LP for $6.99. 

Jimmy's Comparison 
"You see competition doing it, so you 

follow suit," said George Levy, president of 
the company. He said to that extent, Kor- 
vettes has stimulated a price war, but ad- 
ded that "your whole business doesn't 

'revolve around 10 or 15 titles. What Kor- 
vettes is doing is no different that what 
Jimmy's did two years ago with a few num- 
bers for $2.99. You just hope that, if you 
bring a customer in for a particular special, 
they'll be encouraged to buy something 
else at the same time." 

Elliot Sutton of Jimmy's, whose Memorial 
Day -weekend package consisted of the 
Cher, Sylvester, Mantus, Poussez, Voyage, 
and Anita Ward albums for $3.99 at its four 
locations (in addition to other unadvertised 
titles at the same price), said that "while 
we're not looking to be the lowest price 
dealer, if $3.99 is here to stay, then we're 
here to stay with it. We're certainly not caus- 
ing the ripples in the pricing. We're merely 
reflecting them." 

"We will continue to ignore everyone else 
completely." offered Ben Karol of King 
Karol, who said that "it's the only way to sur- 
vive in the retail business." Karol said he 
would continue to price several 
"meaningful" $7.98 list selections for $4.88. 
His reaction to the situation thus far? "The 
more of our competitors that sell for $3.99, 
the happier we are, because it will be that 
much sooner before we have less competi- 
tion," he said.

AIR PLAY 

NEW PD AT KLOS - After a three-month wait. KLOS/Los Angeles has named Damlon 
as its new program director. Damion has been on the KLOS air staff since 1972 and took 
over his current 6-10 p.m. slot in 1977. "I want to destroy that ivory tower image that 
KLOS has had," said Damion. "We've been inaccessible to the people, and now we're 
going to become a lot more visible. We'll be getting out in the community a lot more." 
The newly -appointed PD mentioned that the station is starting to pick up on new wave 
and more avant-garde rock, and that the music at KLOS is going to be adjusted to 
reflect what L.A. is all about. He added that the station would be adding a lot of special 
programming as well as taking a more current rock 'n' roll stance. One of the new 
programming features that KLOS will soon be enlisting is a show called "Supergroups 
In Concert." The show is a new concept in which ABC personnel tape a concert on loca- 
tion and then obtain artist interviews directly after the show. The tapes are then studio 
mastered and the interviews are cut in during the editing. The first show, a Moody Blues 
in Seattle gig, was taped last weekend and will air in a month on KLOS. "I want to keep 
the accent on personality as we move into summer and really start to rock 'n' roll," of- 
fered Damion, who has substantiated the emphasis on personality by adding DJ - 
comedian Frazier Smith to KLOS' weekend air staff. "ABC is giving me a lot of positive 
support and they're taking a hands off attitude toward the changes I'm making." said 
Damion. Prior to joining KLOS, he worked at a variety of stations across the country, in- 
cluding WWOM/New Orleans and WDAI/Chicago. 
RADIO ETHIOPIA - New Wave artists seem to have it in for radio these days. A few 
months back Elvis Costello blasted the staff at KSHE/St. Louis for not playing his 
music, and just recently punk princess Patti Smith got on radio's case in our nation's 
capital. It seems Patti was performing at the Warner Theatre in Washington D.C. when 

she delivered a statement about 
Washington's AOR community that 
went something like this: "It's a drag 
when you have to have a cassette in your 
car to hear good music. What we need is 
a good radio station. All radio stations 
suck." WAVA-FM/Washington, D.C. and 
WWDC/Washington, D.C. apparently 
took the outburst to heart, as they 
removed all Smith material from their 
playlists. WAVA demanded a personal 
apology from Smith to the station and 
the radio community. Arista vice presi- 
dent of album promotion Scott 
Jackson, however, was soon on the 
case. He announced that he had spoken 
with Smith's management, and that an 
apology would be coming posthaste. 
Jackson's announcement has already 
given cause for WWDC to forgive the 

first lady of New Wave music and place Smith material back on their playlist. 
A LAUGHING MATTER - IDB Communications is scheduled to begin distributing a 
new syndicated comedy program, American Laughtrack, in September. The half-hour 
long, slickly -produced comedy show is the creation of the Conception Corporation. 
The Conception Corporation (Howard Cohen, Murphy Dunne and Ira Miller) is com- 
posed of three writer/producer/performers who have numerous comedy credits, and 
have recorded two mirth -filled albums for Atlantic Records. Similar to the old "National 
Lampoon Radio Show" and television's "Saturday Night Live," the show will be one of 
the only original comedy radio programs in national syndication. "It's a montage of 
topical satire, parody, original music and just plain craziness," says Jerry Sudikoff, IDB 
president and American Laughtrack producer. The weekly series will be offered on bar- 
ter to interested radio stations. A pilot program, which will serve as a demo for in- 
terested radio stations, was engineered and produced at the Dick and Bert Studios in 
Hollywood. It features the voices of such radio notables as Raechel Donahue, Pat 
Benson, Carol Androsky, Roy Applegate, John Mayer and Gary Owens. "We know that 
the audience for this type of show is out there," offers Sudikoff. "Radio has a real ab- 
sence of slick production comedy. TV has 'Saturday Night' and sitcom silliness in 'Mork 
and Mindy' and the like, but all radio has is recorded comics and D.J. patter - all of 
which is funny, but our show has the hook."

The K -WEST PCP Information Campaign is being presented to local junior and senior 
high schools in order to educate L.A. youth about the dangerous drug, and consists of a 
KWST air personality and a PCP expert from either the Do It Now Foundation or Teen 
Post leading discussion groups ...

AFRTS Takes Current Hit 
Records To GIs Overseas

HOLLYWOOD - With over 400 stations in 
22 countries around the world, the 
American Forces Radio and Television Ser- 
vice (AFRTS) can be called one of the most 
widespread networks today. Add a line-up 
of radio shows by top personalities like 
Wolf man Jack, Dick Clark and Casey 
Kasem, plus hit television series including 
"Three's Company" and "60 Minutes," and 
AFRTS would seem to have everything - 
everything, that is, except profits. 

Once called Armed Forces Radio, 
AFRTS is the Defense Department agency 
responsible for providing current radio and 
television service for overseas military per- 
sonnel and their dependents. 

However, operating through a network of 
facilities ranging from the base station at 
Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, to the intricate 
complexes in Frankfurt and Tokyo, AFRTS 
is much more. For not only has the network 
provided overseas personnel with current 
radio and television programming, as an 
adjunct of the military, AFRTS has also of- 
ten served to introduce American 
recording product to foreign markets. 

"We are in business to provide news, 
sports and entertainment to military per- 
sonnel and their dependents overseas," 
explained Jack Giles, radio division chief. 
"But, unofficially of course, there are a lot of 
people overseas who can speak and un- 
derstand English. 

Based in Hollywood, AFRTS' radio divi- 
sion is described by Giles as "the produc- 
tion branch of the network." Located in a 
facility with two production studios and at 
least two engineers available day or night, 
the radio division sends out 80 hours of 
programming every week to the countless 
stations in the network. 

Featuring a mixture of original and syn- 
dicated shows (Wolfman Jack, "Dick 
Clark's Music Machine" and the"American 
Country Countdown," to name a few), radio 
drama and at least six hours of new and 
current record releases, the AFRTS 
package often forms a good part of the 
programming at the overseas stations. 

However, Giles added, AFRTS "does not 
have jurisdiction over the programming at 
the individual stations. We are a program- 
ming aid." 

Nevertheless, the radio package is at- 
tractive to the stations along the network, 
not only for its "taste of home," but also 
because it is so current. 

"They pay attention overseas," Giles 

noted. "Sometimes we might have a 
problem getting a hold of copies (of a 

record), although the cooperation from the 
record companies has been very good, and 
the DJs overseas will immediately start say- 
ing 'I saw it on the charts. Where is it?' " 

Giles estimates that approximately 75% 
of the 2 million military personnel stationed 
outside the USA tune into AFRTS radio 
programming, with many other listeners 
among the local population. Counting this 
"shadow audience," it has been estimated 
that as many as 30 million people listen to 
the network. 

What this means, in one sense, is the in- 
troduction of American record product 
around the world. "We can't state that of- 
ficially," Giles pointed out, "but I would say 
that's safe to assume." 

Located in Hollywood along with the 
radio division are the overall command 
structure - Army Col. Floyd McBride, the 
commanding officer, and Jack Brown, the 
civilian director of programming - and the 
television division. 

Formed during World War II as the Ar- 
med Forces Radio, the television division 
was added nearly a decade later with a sta- 
tion in the Bahamas. 

Blinoff Out As PD 
At KMPC In L.A. 
LOS ANGELES - After eleven years as 
program director and several prior years 
with Golden West Broadcasters, Mark 
Blinoff has left KMPC/Los Angeles. 
According to a Golden West spokesman, 
Blinoff was fired by general manager Ken 
Miller over "philosophical differences." 

Another recent change in programmers 
for Golden West has seen Norm Gregory 
take over as program director of 
KQFM/Portland. 

The spokesman noted that Blinoff's fir- 
ing last week had nothing to do with 
Michael O'Shea, who began work as na- 
tional program director for Golden West 
last week. 

Arbitron Piracy Case 
Settled Out Of Court 
NEW YORK -A radio station in Great Falls, 
Montana has agreed to make an out of 
court settlement with Arbitron, which had 
made copyright infringement claims 
against the station. The settlement for the 
piracy of the April/May 1978 survey was 
over $5,000.

Paragon Initiates Campaign 
To Promote Roberts' Single 
NASHVILLE - Paragon Associates, Inc. is 
taking steps to make the gospel recorded 
product a more viable force on today's 
market. According to Larry Black, promo- 
tion director for Paragon, the major key to 
accomplishing this task lies in the radio sta- 
tions and their disc jockeys. 

Concentrating its efforts on Richard 
Roberts' new single, "Special Delivery," the 
company has fashioned a clever package 
of promotional ideas. One of the primary 
points concerning this release is that it 
marks the first time Paragon, as a com- 
pany, has put out a single before the album 
is completed. Black said the reasoning 
behind the move is that the company is try- 
ing to generate excitement over the 
Roberts album and draw attention to one 
cut rather than ten. 

Since radio stations are the key to the 
program's success, the promotional ploy 
Paragon utilized for the Roberts single cen- 
tered around several radio stations across 
the United States.

According to Frank Mooney, vice presi- 
dent of marketing/branch distribution for 
CBS Records, there are less titles in this 
summer program than in past campaigns 
because the company wants to give more 
merchandising support to each of the 
albums in the program. 

CBS plans to run broad -based advertis- 
ing that will include not only the above - 
mentioned LPs, but also albums by Wings, 
ELO. Kansas, Ted Nugent, the Isley 
Brothers and Earth, Wind & Fire, all of 
which will be out on the streets by the end of 
June. In addition, the ads will feature some 
other recent releases that have been selling 
well. "It's important not to isolate your sales 
campaigns," commented Mooney. 

Selective Approach 
Like WEA, Polygram Distribution, which 

distributes RSO, Casablanca, Polydor, 
Phonogram, Inc./Mercury and Capricorn, 
among others, is taking a very selective ap- 
proach to programs on new releases, but 
this is not a new direction for Polygram. 
"We're responding according to what's 
happening, rather than trying to dream up 
something that may not be valid," pointed 
out Jack Kiernan, vice president of sales for 
Polygram. "We've been doing that for some 
time." 

One unique aspect of Polygram's ap- 
proach to incentive programs is that they 

ofier deals on both new releases and 
catalog in specific categories of music. For 
example, the company recently wound up a 
promotion on all of its disco product. At 
other times, Kiernan said, Polygram might 
run a program just on country, rock or R&B 
records. He predicted that Polygram would 
announce a new promotion in another 
musical area in a few weeks, but declined to 
specify the area. 

MCA considers its "Jazz Legends 
Series" to be the first of its summer 
programs, according to Vaughn Thomas, 
director of sales for MCA Distribution. Ap- 
proximately 80 titles culled from the ABC 
Impulse and Decca catalogs are being dis- 
counted to dealers under this program, 
which began May 14 and runs through June 
22. The discounts are five free on 55, or 10 
free on 110 copies purchased. with dating 
extended to October 10. 

There is also a concurrent deal, offering 
the same discount, on the Jazz Crusaders' 
catalog until June 8; but the extra dating on 
this product extends only until August 10. 

MCA will inaugurate a black music 
program in support of Black Music Month 
on June 4, running through July 6. Par- 
ticipating dealers will receive the same 
terms that are being offered on the albums 
in the "Jazz Legends Series." Among the 
LPs involved are titles by such acts as War, 
the Dramatics, the Floaters, Spyro Gyra, 
and Chuck Brown. 

Other MCA programs that have yet to be 
finalized are a country music campaign, set 
for July, that will include releases by Bar- 
bara Mandrell, Don Williams and Conway 
Twitty, and a bestsellers campaign that is 
tentatively planned for late summer. 

Other labels are running summer sales 
campaigns but declined to specify the 
details of the dealer incentives being of- 
fered. Motown, for example, is working 
June as "Motown Month" and has a num- 
ber of special campaigns planned for the 
rest of the summer. 

Chrysalis is calling July "Nick Gilder 
Month." The label will be offering discounts 
and free goods to support Gilder's new 
album, "Frequency," along with market -by - 
market display contests for its independent 
distributors. 

EMI America/United Artists is kicking off 
a Kenny Rogers sales blitz on July 4. Dis- 
counts, free goods and dating will all be 
parts on the campaign.

"We think Mimi and the Prelettes are a viable alternative to 
the non -sound of Judy and the Off Tones." ... Not to be outdished, the Off Tones now have 
their very own fan club, with Jimmy Mack as president. Judy and the gang made their first 
public appearance (but mercifully did not perform) at N.Y.C.'s Sahara for the club's third 
annual disco anniversary celebration last Wednesday. 

COMING SOON TO YOUR NEIGHBORHOOD DISCO - AVI's first disco lady, Doris 
Jones, will be coming out this month with a 12" "Possessed" from her "Suddenly I'm Alive" 
LP. You'll be able to spot AVI's Captain Sky onstage, performing his "Dr. Rock" cut (out 
soon as a 12") from "Adventures of Captain Sky" album. He's six -foot -six when he's not 
wearing his customary heels. The same label is debuting a new artist from Chicago, L.J. 
Johnson, whose new album is "L.J.'s Love Suite" and includes the 12" "24 Hours a Day" .. . 

Bette Midler's "Married Men" has stirred up a lot of excitement at Atlantic. On the same 
label, "Good Times," the Chic 12", will also be featured on the album which is due in June 
or July. Last month Chic taped a one -hour special for Warner Cable for airing on the cable 
station. The Average White Band will be doing two shows one night only, June 11, at the

sented on the Cash Box charts include New 
England, whose "Don't Ever Want To Lose 
Ya" single is poised at #52 bullet on the Top 
100 chart and whose self -titled debut LP 
stands at #90 bullet on the Top 200 chart; 
Spyro Gyra, whose latest LP occupies the 
#3 position of the Top 40 Jazz Album chart 
and #51 spot on the Top 200 chart; and Or- 
leans, whose "Love Takes Time" single sits 
at #17 on the pop singles chart and whose 
"Forever" LP stands at #59 bullet on the 
Pop Album chart. 

Not quite one year old, Infinity has in- 
creased the size of its roster to 25 acts with 
the recent signings of rock group Screams 
and solo artist Tom Jans. 

Infinity's latest staff addition is Mike 
Atkinson, who has assumed the position of 
A&R director for the west coast. Although 
the company's east coast staff recently 
moved into permanent headquarters, the 
west coast staff will be housed in tempo- 
rary quarters until the new MCA Universal 
City building is finished in January. The 
label will soon be making personnel addi- 
tions east and west in the areas of artist 
development, publicity and creative 
services. 

Producer Labels 
Three newly formed labels - MVP, 

Planet and GRP - are spearheaded by 
leading record producers - Freddie 
Perren, Richard Perry and Dave Grusin, 
respectively. Both MVP and Planet have re- 
leased hit records by reemerging artists, 
while GRP has made strong inroads into the 
jazz -pop crossover market with new artists 
such as Angela Bofill and Dave Valentin. 

Peaches and Herb, the only act on MVP, 
has been one of the major comeback stor- 
ies in recent years. Herb, who had several 
hits in the mid -'60s, found a new Peaches in 
Linda Greene in 1976. 

The duo's first collaboration on the re- 
cently formed MVP label was "2 Hot," which 
was released in October, 1978. The "2 Hot" 
LP remained on top of the Cash Box Black 
Contemporary Album chart for one month 
and is currently holding down the #3 posi- 

tion on the Pop Album chart. The album's 
second single, "Reunited," has occupied 
the #1 position on the Pop Singles chart for 
the past three weeks and has held the top 
spot on the Black Contemporary Singles 
chart for one month. 

"Reunited" has been certified platinum 
and "2 Hot" itself is nearing double pla- 
tinum status, while the LP's first single, 
"Shake Your Groove Thing," has received a 
gold certification. "Shake Your Groove 
Thing" rose to the #5 spot on the Cash Box 
Pop Singles chart and the #2 bullet slot on 
the Black Contemporary Singles chart. 

Perren, who through his independent 
Grand Slam production company, has 
recently produced such acts as Gloria 
Gaynor, Yvonne Elliman and Tavares 
for other labels. He is currently laying 
down track with MCA's Adrissi Brothers, 
and will be going into the studio shortly to 
produce the second Peaches and Herb 
album. 

Richard Perry's Planet Records is 
another company that has enjoyed suc- 
cess with its first releases from a re- 
vitalized act, The Pointer Sisters. The 
Pointers, famous for reviving the hit tunes 
of the '30s and '40s, have changed their 
musical direction to one of interpreting the 
classics of contemporary rock. 

The trio (Bonnie having gone off to pur- 
sue a solo career) received gold certifica- 
tions for both the "Energy" LP and its first 
single, "Fire." 

Planet, which is distributed by Elek- 
tra/Asylum, will be releasing the debut 
album from Night shortly, as well as the 
soundtrack to the film, "The Champ." 

'Boutique' Approach 
The Arista Records -distributed GRP 

label exemplifies the "boutique" approach 
to record manufacturing. By concentrating 
its efforts on a limited number of artists with 
broad based appeal, GRP has had chart- 
ing records on the Cash Box Jazz and Pop 
LP charts. 

"We're not in the. pop mainstream, but 
there seems to be a healthy market for jazz 
crossover, and we're beginning to make a

with, every one has hit it big so far. Ocean is 
going to be a big competitor out here.

partner Larry Rosen, last year formed GRP 
to provide a concentrated marketing base 
for the artists they had been working with 
through Grusin -Rosen Productions. 

"We've had two releases so far," adds 
Grusin, a masterful jazz player and sound- 
track composer for film and television who 
plans to release a solo album on GRP early 
next year. "Both Angela Bofill and Dave 
Valentin did well on the jazz charts, and 
Angela made a successful crossover into 

Valentin's "Legends" LP reached the #31 
position of the Jazz chart, but it is Bofill who 
makes the strongest point for jazz cross- 
over. Her debut album, "Angie," climbed to 
#4 on the Jazz chart, #32 on the Black 
Contemporary chart and #73 on the Pop 
chart. 

GRP's roster now includes, in addition to 
Bofill and Valentin, Roland Vasquez's 
Urban Ensemble, Jay Hoggard and Tom 
Browne. The label has increased its staff to 
six, with the newest members being 
Rhonda Shore, director of publicity, and 
Bonnie Feingold, director of A&R. 

At the opposite end of the spectrum from 
GRP is EMI America/UA, the Capitol -EMI 
subsidiary which greatly expanded its 
roster size and staff with the recent ac- 
quisition of United Artists Records. 

In the nine months prior to its merger 
with UA, EMI America signed Michael 
Johnson, Robert Johns, Gambler, Pam 
Stanley, and the J. Geils Band. All of the 
acts found some degree of chart success. 
The J. Geils Band led the pack as its "Sanc- 
tuary" album reached #54 spot on the Pop 
Album chart and its single. "Just One Last 
Kiss," attained the #37 position on the Pop 
Singles chart. Michael Johnson's "Bluer 
Than Blue" was the label's first release and 
charted top ten. 

"Originally, the label was to be a west 
coast rock 'n' roll label that looked for 
authentic talent, allowing true artists to rise 
through the system," says EMI/UA presi- 
dent Jim Mazza. "Since we have con- 
solidated, we have a much bigger and 
broader musical spectrum that now takes 
in R&B, jazz and country." 

Management Label 
ARC Records, a company formed by the 

management team of Cavallo and Ruffalo 
in association with Maurice White of Earth, 
Wind and Fire, is a label that has also had its 
share of triumphs. 

Distributed by CBS, the label's first 
success came with Earth, Wind and Fire's 
gold selling single, "September," from its 
platinum -certified "Best Of" album. "Sep- 

ternber" also achieved #1 status on the Black 
Contemporary Singles chart and the #6 
position on the Pop Singles chart. Another 
top selling record for ARC is the single en- 
titled "Boogie Wonderland," an Earth, Wind 
and Fire/Emotions collaboration. The 
single is currently shooting up the Pop 
Singles chart at #32 bullet. 

ARC, which is not quite a year old, will 
soon release a new LP by Earth, Wind & 
Fire; new Deniece Williams and Pockets 
LPs in June; and a double album by pro- 
gressive jazz heavyweight Weather Report 
in mid -summer. An album by the Emotions 
will probably be released in August. Other 
ARC artists include Valerie Carter, Deniece 
Williams, John Hall (formerly of Orleans), 
Reggie Knighton, Pockets, D.J. Rogers, 
Caston and Majors, Ren Woods and Peter 
McCann. 

Logan Westbrook's Source Records, 
which was financed through matching 
funds from MCA's New Ventures program 
and the Federal government, received gold 
certifications for the latest album and single 
by Chuck Brown & The Soul Searchers, 
both titled "Bustin' Loose." 

Source Expansion 
In operation for less than a year, Source 

has seen its roster swell to five acts while 
the staff has increased from four to 12. 

While some new labels have established 
themselves and continue to flourish, others 
are just getting started. One such label is 
Nashville -based Free Flight Records. The 
label was established on Jan. 4, the 50th 
anniversary of parent RCA. 

Free Flight will be releasing six singles in 
the next eight weeks, according to market- 
ing vice president Joe Galante, as well as 
debut albums by Mychael, Bama, FCC and 
Alex. Label releases to date include Pamela 
Neal's "Charlie Hustle," a novelty record 
about baseball star Pete Rose, and "Boogie 
With Your Baby," a disco 45 by Debbie 
Peters. 

Another new label that only recently re- 
leased its first product is the Atlantic -dis- 
tributed Hilltak Records. Founded by 
industry veterans Tom Takoyoshi and Hil- 
lary Johnson, Hilltak began as a black - 
oriented label but is now branching out into 
the pop arena. 

The first records from Hilltak have all 
been by new acts, including albums by 
Dalton and Dubarri, Broadway, Patty 
Williams and The Guess Who (a familiar 
name with all new personnel). 

Says Takayoshi of his nine -month old 
label's performance during a rough period 
for the industry in general, "Just the fact 
that we are still going forward is quite an ac- 
complishment."

'70s briefly brought about a resurrection of 
the process. However, when quad failed to 
catch on, half -speed mastering went out of 
fashion. 

"Basically, I bought the process back, 
after CD -4 fell out," said Ricker. "A friend of 
mine was making recordings of mariachi 
bands at the time on a very low budget. He 
brought me a copy of one and I began 
tinkering with it and was just blown out by 
the clarity of sound. The tape reproducers 
don't work as well at real time as half speed, 
so I decided to stick with it." 

At about the same time, Brad Miller and 

Gary Giorgi started the Mobile Fidelity 
Sound Labs and enlisted the aid of Ricker 
to re -cut some LPs by the Mystic Moods 
Orchestra, which Miller was producing. The 
series was called the Original Masters 
Recording line. Mobile Fidelity soon be- 
came the major outlet for releasing Ricker's 
half -speed mastered recordings and the 
company began obtaining special licens- 
ing from major labels for contemporary 
recordings. 

"We only shipped our first licensed 
product last September," noted Gary 
Giorgi. "In all practicality, we've only been 
involved in this arrangement for eight or 
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nine months. It takes a good amount of 
time, since all of our plating and pressing is 

done overseas at the Victor Company in 

Japan. We use high grade vinyl and our 
packaging is done with a good deal of care. 
It's hard to achieve those same standards 
here in the U.S." 

Limited Sales 
Since most of the Mobile Fidelity product 

is distributed to and sold through audio 
salons and outlets in the United States, and 
because the list price for such records is as 
much as $15.98, almost double the list for 
mass market product, sales of the disks are 
hardly staggering by industry standards. 

However, with a catalog that includes 
"Fleetwood Mac," George Benson's 
"Breezin'," Supertramp's "Crime Of The 
Century," and Steely Dan's "Katy Lied," 
among others, sales have been climbing 
steadily. 

"During the first quarter of this year, we 
sold about 20,000 copies of 'Fleetwood 
Mac' alone," added Giorgi. "Our progress 
has far exceeded our expectations. We've 
also released Little Feat's 'Waiting For 
Columbus' and we'll be shipping the Grate- 
ful Dead's 'American Beauty' and Emmy- 
lou Harris' 'Quarter Moon In A Ten Cent 
Town' shortly. In June, we'll ship Pink 

Floyd's 'Dark Side Of The Moon,' for which 
we've ordered an initial run of 75,000 
copies." 

Ricker, who works independently of Mo- 
bile Fidelity for JVC, also indicated that his 
own business has skyrocketed, as many 
recording artists and groups, such as ELO, 
will come to him directly to cut half -speed 
masters from their original tapes. Electric 
Light Orchestra asked him several years 
ago to work on their "Out Of The Blue" 
album, which became one of the first com- 
mercially released LPs on a major label to 
utilize the half -speed mastering process. 
They came back again this year to have him 
repeat the process for their forthcoming 
"Discovery" LP. Ricker added that he is 
currently booked for the rest of the year and 
that the Cutting Center took in $17,000 last 
month for the mastering service. 

"Quality recording has been traditional- 
ly the domain of the classical musician, but 
the rock and pop artist has now become 
more aware and concerned about sound," 
said Ricker. "This process really goes back 
to old world craftsmanship and I'd like to 
see such craftsmanship put back into the 
recording industry. It does require more 
patience and time but then again, the artists 
put a lot of time into their work."

ON JAZZ 
MITCHELL DEAD AT 49 - Another great one died when Richard "Blue" Mitchell 
succumbled to bone cancer on May 21. Mitchell was born March 13, 1930, and was best 
known via his eight -year association with Horace Silver. He recorded for Riverside, Blue 
Note, Mainstream and Concord. Mitchell also created somewhat of a stir when he joined 
the John Mayall group for a couple of years in the early '70s. Mitchell was a remarkably 
fluent player who had much in common with older players such as Harry Edison. He was 
not given to high note histrionics or fancy effects, concentrating instead on a solid trumpet 
sound and excellent note placement. He will be missed. 
WORLD'S MIGHTIEST JAZZ CATALOG - The Berkeley, Calif. -based Fantasy Group 
recently issued what is billed as "The World's Mightiest Jazz Catalog," a 211 -page booklet 
that contains descriptive listings of 798 albums currently available from the Fantasy, 
Prestige, Milestone, Galaxy and Riverside labels. The catalog, which is being sent to Fan- 
tasy distributors and to retailers with full -line jazz departments, is a key element of Fan- 
tasy's ongoing Jazz Month campaign, which offers special dealer discounts on many of the 
company's best selling titles and twofer reissues through the month of June. Each catalog 
album listing contains complete personnel, song titles, producers and mini reproductions 
of the LP cover. There also are photos and biographical sketches of 50 of the most impor- 
tant jazz players listed in the catalog. 
MILES AND BAGS HONORED - Two of jazz music's most respected and venerable 
talents - Mlles Davis and Milt Jackson - will be feted in June and July. The Davis tribute, 
conceived by the jazz department at New York radio station WKCR, will begin July 1 and 
broadcast 125 hours of Miles' recorded works, including air checks, obscure imports and 
alternate takes.

9 in honor of his 40th anniversary in jazz. Jackson's current quintet (Jimmy Heath, Monty 
Alexander, Bob Cranshaw, Mickey Roker) will perform with special guest artist Dizzy 
Gillespie and an 18 -piece all-star orchestra featuring Curtis Fuller, Slide Hampton, Buster 
Williams, Billy Taylor and Grady Tate, among others, conducted by Ernie Wilkins. 
LIVE JAZZ - The Preservation Hall Jazz Band will appear at UCLA's Pauley Pavilion in a 
gala Fourth of July Eve, one -performance -only concert July 3... In another tribute to New 
Orleans -style Jazz, the sixth annual A Night in New Orleans extravanganza will be held 
June 8 and 9 at the Variety Arts Theatre in Los Angeles. The lineup includes, among others, 
Barry Bigard, Trummy Young, Cozy Cole, Red Callender and the Legends of Jazz... On 
the international scene, Warner Bros. artist Al Jarreau will kick off a summer tour of Japan 
with a June 17th performance at the Tokyo Music Festival... Atlantic jazz guitarist Gabor 
Szabo makes his first appearance in northern California in more than a year when he em- 
barks on a two-week mini tour of the Bay Area in mid -June. .. Dexter Gordon and com- 
pany wailed through a week at The Village Vanguard. .. June at Fat Tuesday's in NYC will 
be very special, what with the likes of David Amram, Barney Kessel -Herb Ellis, Bucky 
Pizzarelli-Jack Wilkins and the Slide Hampton group coming in...

Bobby Rodriguez Y La Compania (.. . 

and The Company) have, in little more than 
a year, risen to the forefront of New York's 
highly competitive salsa scene to become 
one of the most popular bands in the city. 
Much of the credit is due to the young band- 
leader/reedman/arranger/composer/vo- 
calist Bobby Rodriguez, whose warmth and 
sincerity connected instantly with 
audiences wherever the band played in its 

early days. Add to this the infectious swing 
of Bobby's charts and crisp playing of The 
Company, one of salsa's true ensembles, 
and you have the ingredients of success. 

Rodriguez was born in Manhattan. His 
first instrument was clarinet; after organiz- 
ing various bands in Junior and High 
School, he began gigging professionally 
with older brother Ray Rodriguez and his 
group, "Duro," while in his late teens. After 
doing a stint in the Army, Rodriguez retur- 
ned to do odd dates around town, including 
work on Joe Bataan's Salsoul album, on 
which Bobby played bass, flute, sax, 
bongos, cowbell and sang on coro. In 1974, 

he took the big step and formed La Com- 
pania, building up such an enthusiastic 
following on the dance circuit, particularly 
at the clubs Chico East, Corso, and Barney 
Google's that word g... back to Fania 
promotional director Ale. Masucci of this 
highly talented young band. The band was 
signed to the Vaya label in April of 1978; 

Ray Barretto, with whom the band had 
been sharing the bill at Barney Google's, 
was to be producer of their first LP. 

Released in the late summer of 1978, 
"Lead Me To That Beautiful Band" is 
probably the most successful debut album 
for a young group since Willie Colon's first 
recorded appearance in 1967. The first 
single release, "La Moral," became an im- 
mediate hit; its B side, "Pa' Borinquen Voy," 
was a smash in Puerto Rico.

Featuring a bright arrangement, cross -raps 
among the band midway through the tune,

Bobby Rodriguez 
"Numero 6" was undoubtedly one of 1978's 
top Latin tunes. 

Its success prompted a closer look at the 
group, resulting in escalating record sales, 
concert dates, appearances outside of New 
York, and two more hits off the album: 
"Recuerdos De Arcano," a mellow 
charanga -based tune which got a lot of jazz 
play, and the ballad "Don't Misunderstand 
Me," a particular favorite on the coast. In all, 
five hits from the first album of this 
remarkable group. 

The other members of La Compania in- 
clude Junior Cordova and Jose Acosta, 
vocals; Eddie Hernandez, trombone; Joe 
Wohletz, trumpet; Al Dorsey, keyboards; 
Tony Negron, bass; Jose De Leon, congas; 
Charlie Salinas, timbales and bongos; and 
George Martinez, equipment manager. 
Rodriguez plays flute, clarinet, sax, and 
joins in on chorus. One highlight of this 
band is their versatility; it is not uncommon, 
in the course of an extended set, to see 
them begin trading each other's instru- 
ments. Crowning this big year was their 
capture of Latin NY magazine's Best New 
Band award at this year's music awards 
ceremonies, and opening for the Fania All - 
Stars at Madison Square Garden in March. 

Upcoming for Bobby Rodriguez Y La 
Compania: their first trip to California and a 

stay in the studio for their second LP, 
scheduled for a late summer release. To be 
titled "After Midnight," it will be produced 
once again by Ray Barretto.

CRTC Issues Formal Rules 
Proposals For Canadian FM

OTTAWA - On the advice of broadcasters 
and the listening public alike, the federal 
regulatory body for broadcasting, the 
CRTC (Canadian Radio, Television and 
Telcommunications Commission) has 
issued proposed amendments to its FM 
policy. 

The amendments, designed to be the 
"final adjustment stage" in the implementa- 
tion of the Commission's FM policy (first 

U.K. Radio Holds 
Back On Trend 
Towards Disco 

by Nick Underwood 
LONDON - Despite the currently 
flourishing disco market, most of the U.K. 
radio stations are still sticking firmly to a 
Top 40 format when it comes to programm- 
ing. 

"A lot of young people are now asking if 
they can have something on the radio other 
than what they hear in the discos," says 
Derek Chinnery, head of Radio One, the 
U.K.'s largest pop radio station with 35% of 
the audience. "In other words, they don't 
need to switch on the radio and hear disco 
music." 

Balanced Fare 

Nevertheless, until U.K. radio finds it 
necessary to adopt a disco -oriented for- 
mat. Chinnery is in favor of a more diver- 
sified fare. 

"I think we have to achieve a balance bet- 
ween different music forms," Chinnery con- 
cluded. "It has always been a part of our 
philosophy of general programming that, 
for instance, nostalgia plays an important 
part in radio. So we play oldies oc- 
cassionally and we have shows devoted to 
old music." 

Nevertheless, as a Top 40 station, Radio 
One inevitably reflects the booming pop- 
ularity of disco. "The raw material for our 
programming is largely coming from the 
record companies, whose concern is 
marketing," Chinnery explained, "so they 
can and do influence what we do in that 
sense. We play a large percentage of new 
releases, which now, of course, includes a 
lot of disco. 

"But things are always changing and now 
we are getting a lot of pressure from our 
listeners to play more rock music in the old 
sense, things like Yes and Genesis." And 
so, for the present anyway, it looks as 
though U.K. radio will be resisting the 
temptation to go disco in favor of a more 
balanced format. 

INTERNATIONAL BESTSELLERS 

issued in 1975) will affect levels of Canadian 
content, mosaic and foreground program- 
ming, community access time and repeat 
factors on FM radio in Canada. 

Although AM radio has been beset by 
minimum 30 percent Canadian content 
music regulations since 1971, the CRTC 
has only set "expectation levels" for FM on 
paper. These were 30% in category 6 

(music -general) and 7% in category 7 

(music -traditional and special interest). 
And, although the CRTC has "retained the 
7% requirement for category 7 in music," it 
specifies new norms for category 6 in the 
new policy. 

"Can Con" Requirements 
Upon evaluation of the relevant supply of 

Canadian music particular to services of- 
fered by individual stations, the Commis- 
sion outlined lower "CanCon" require- 
ments for certain formatted stations in 
Canada. Easy listening stations will be re- 
quired to play 10% Canadian content; 
traditional MOR and middle-of-the-road 
stations will be pinned down to a 15% re- 
quirement: contemporary MOR will have a 

20°% CanCon mandate, and country sta- 
tions will be required to play 30% Canadian 
content. "Stations that do not at present 
meet these minima are required to increase 
their Canadian music levels accordingly," 
the Commission stated. 

Phase I Policies 
In Phase I of the FM policy, the Commis- 

sion proposed combined levels of 
foreground and mosaic programming of 
not less that 40% for independent and 60% 
for joint FM licenses. In the new amend- 
ments, the Commission has lowered the 
target levels to 33% and 50% for indepen- 
dents and joint FM licenses, respectively. 
Contingent in this amendment is a new rule 
mandating that all mosaic programming to 
qualify under the enrichment sub -category 
will require 30 seconds of enrichment 
minimum.

Reggae Breaks In Canada In 
Spite Of Lack Of Radio Play 

by Kirk LaPointe 
TORONTO - As proven by the recent 
Canadian gold certification of Bob Marley's 
"Exodus" album - the first gold disc for 
Marley, Island Records and reggae alike in 

North America - reggae music can be 
commercially successful. Yet, radio has 
proven to be a barrier that has yet to be 
broken for the free flow of reggae to the 
masses in this country. 

Cathy Hahn, Island's director of its Cana- 
dian operations, says the company has 
practically had to bypass mainstream radio 
in order mine gold for Marley. She says it 

has been necessary to use campus radio 
and the press to build an image for reggae 
in this country, because commercial radio 
has taken a hands-off approach to the 
music. 

After the gold certification of "Exodus," 
and another impending award for the last 
studio disc, ' Kaya," Hahn says. "No one 
can tell me they don't play Marley because

he doesn't sell records. Very few commer- 
cial FM stations support Marley or reggae 
at all." 

Although the effectiveness of the music 
press in North America has often been 
questioned, Hahn says they have been in- 
strumental in bringing reggae's message to 
the people. "At first, they (the press) were 
reluctant as well. To this day, a great deal of 
misunderstanding exists about 
Rastafarians. The media has an unfair an- 
tagonism towards Rastas. They are not 
violent people, but the press sen- 
sationalizes reports about them. par- 
ticularly here in Toronto, where there is a 
large West Indian contingent (the second 
largest in North America). The non -music 
press really don't have a clue," Hahn says of 
their attempts to deal with the subject of 
reggae. 

Part of the reggae mystique, however. 
has been reinforced by the artists them- 
selves. Touring of the Canadian market has 
been minimal, primarily because of the 
climate, but often because of immigration 
problems. Artists have not often been 
readily available to the press, either, and 
this has kept some issues and misun- 
derstandings from direct clarification. 

After the new Marley album is issued, 
Hahn says he will be in Canada for "full 
penetration of the market," on a cross- 
country tour. She credits G -Clef rackers 
and Records On Wheels retailers for front - 
racking reggae, but hopes that Marley and 
others will receive increased exposure very 
soon. "I know the music is good," she says, 
"it just has to reach more people."

As for spoken word programming, the 
CRTC has now stipulated minimum levels 
of 6% for independent licenses and from 9 

to 12% for ¡oint licenses, to be determined 
"on the basis of the licensees' financial and 
human resources. 

"Although no specific minimum is set out 
in the policy document itself," the CRTC 
public report says, the Commission is re- 
quiring stations to make available not less 
than thirty minutes per week time for com- 
munity access programming. 

The Phase II policy amendments also 
remove the six -hour block restrictions in 
commercial content regulations, while 
retaining the 10 minute hourly maximum 
commercial content regulations and daily 
maximums of 120 and 150 for joint and in- 
dependent licenses, respectively. 

The Commission also tossed in a bonus 

for joint license holders. "In certain cir- 
cumstances of great interest to the com- 
munity, such as elections," the CRTC will 
allow AM and FM sister stations the oppor- 
tunity to simulcast transmissions. 

Foreground Programming 
The CRTC will also allow the inclusion of 

"relevant public service announcements" 
to be used in foreground programming, as 
substitutes for commercial messages, 
where the latter are unacceptable or un- 
available in network, syndicated and other 
pre-recorded programs. 

The Commission has been recently at- 
tempting to lend distinction to FM program- 
ming in this country. As such, it has been 
unwilling to allow FM to imitate AM 
programming trends. To maintain diversity 
in content, the Commission originally

allowed a repeat factor of 21 per week in 
Phase I of the regulations in 1975. It has 
changed the policy, limiting the repeat fac- 
tor to 18 per week. 

However, programmers have com- 
plained that, because of a limited supply of 
Canadian music, it has had to repeat Cana- 
dian music much more often than 18 times 
per week, in some instances. 

As a compromise, the Commission has 
ruled that "any new composition qualifying 
as Canadian, as long as it has not achieved 
a hit status," will be exempt from the repeat 
factor rule. 

Defining A Hit 
In defining a hit, the CRTC means "any 

musical composition in category 6 (music - 
general) that has reached any of the Top 40 
positions in a major national or inter -

national trade magazine." 
To ensure compliance with the new 

policy, which is essentially a result of in- 
tense lobbying by the Canadian Associa- 
tion of Broadcasters (CAB), the CRTC has 
laid down guidelines, which, if not adhered 
to. will be considered "substantial" 
resistance to new policy, in a station's 
promise of performance. 

Performance Guidelines 
These guidelines include a change in the 

station's format, a decrease of 20% or more 
in the spoken word (categories 0-5), and in- 
crease of 20% or more in the repeat factor 
of a song between the hours of 6 am and 12 
pm, and an increase or decrease of the 
vocal -to -instrumental ratio across the 50% 
mark (the ratio is to be maintained at 
roughly the 65-35, vocal -instrumental level 
as a minimum, says the CRTC).

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COIN MACHINE 
Gas Crisis Has Minimal Effect 
On California Coin Business 

by Marc Cetner 

LOS ANGELES -A recent Cash Box sur- 
vey of California operators, distributors and 
manufacturers has found that the gas shor- 
tage has had a minimal effect on the coin 

machine business 
While long gas lines and soaring gas 

prices continue to create problems for all 

Californians, some operators have repor- 
ted a decline in earnings and various dis- 
tributors have complained that operators 
aren't coming around regularly. However, a 

majority of distributors say they have been 
relatively unaffected by the crisis, and 
some regional centers are even reporting 
an increase in business. 

"May is traditionally our worst business 
month, but relative to a year ago we're do- 
ing terrifically," said Peter Isaacson, direc- 
tor of operations for the Sega center ar- 
cades. "Our best measurement is to look at 
our records for the weeks even with the gas 
crisis last year. Our earnings have been 
superb compared to the same time last 
year. We've gone up 15%." 

The Sega Centers are located in regional 
shopping malls, and their technicians live in 

the general area of the centers. Therefore, 
according to Isaacson, the crisis has 
created no real problem for the servicing of 
Sega coin machines. 

Isaacson pointed out that mall shoppers 
are serious buyers, and that people will 
sacrifice the gas to come to the centers. 
Sega opened its newest center in Stockton 
two weeks ago, and had overflow crowds. 

he said. 
Specific Audience 

"We also have a very specific audience," 
offered Isaacson. "Our average player is 
14, so he doesn't drive. Since they can't get 
to the beach, they come and spend their 
money here." 

One operator who is in a situation similar 
to Isaacson's in that he is located at a 

regional shopping center, is Mark Madera, 
who heads up The Yellow Brick Road ar- 
cade at the University Town Shopping Cen- 
ter in San Diego. 

"I'm anticipating a mild increase in earn- 
ings during the shortage," said Madera. 
"We're up 25% over where we were at this 
time last year. 

Location Important 
"People are going to use their gas to come 

here to shop. We're located in a bedroom 
community and people can come to the 
Town Center to buy shoes for the kids, take 
them roller skating, bring them to the ar- 
cade, have dinner at one of the restaurants 
and see a show. It has to do with location. 
It's the street locations that are going to get 
hurt." 

One operator who has felt the effects of 
the gas crisis is Roy Jones of Jones Music in 
Burbank. 

"Earnings at some of our locations have 
been cut 15 to 25% since Mis thing has star- 
ted," mentioned Jones. "Customers aren't 
coming in from the outlying areas. The gay 
bars are especially hurting as the people

OMAA Jukebox Collection 
Shown At Akron Art Institute

AKRON, OH. - An exhibition of first-rate 
vintage jukeboxes, sponsored by the Ohio 
Music and Amusement Association 
(OMAA) and Akron's Bell Music, Co., was 
on display at the Akron Art Institute for 30 
days this past spring. 

OMAA president Dennis R. Hilligan and 
exhibit chairman David R. George, in a joint 
statement issued with Akron Art Institute 
director John Coplans, pointed out the uni- 
que role that the jukebox has played in 

America's history. 
This exhibition included 19 jukeboxes 

from the extensive collection of Thomas 
Graef, a Massillon engineer, and a special 
display of the Seeburg Model 1979, cour- 
tesy of Bell Music Co. The display, viewed 
by over 10,000 people, featured working 
models by AMI, Rock -Ola, Seeburg and 
Wurlitzer. The classic Wurlitzer 1015, made 
in 1946, considered the world's most 
famous and loved jukebox mainly because

of its colorful styling, was a special attrac- 
tion. Everyone wanted to put a nickel in the 
jukebox that bubbled and danced with the 
popular music of the day. In fact, an ad- 
ditional highlight of the 30 -day exhibitwasa 
"Jukebox Saturday Night" 5 cent dance 
replete with free parking, light refresh- 
ments, etc. 

In an article in American Home (June, 
1976), Peter McCabe wrote: "Jukeboxes 
were always a wonder to behold, basking 
proudly in their neon -amber glow. They 
were shrines in the malt shops in the '30s 
and '40s, the first real robots of the scientific 
age ... from the Art Deco mahogany AMI 
models with their surrealist sunrises to the 
handsomely sculptured, gloriously bubbl- 
ing Wurlitzers, jukeboxes were the most ex- 
alted of all the pop icons." He is correct in 

pinpointing their position at the heart of 
popular culture for at least three decades, 
the 1930s through the 1950s. That was the 
classical period of jukebox design.

Visual Fantasy 
Jukeboxes from that era are full of visual 

fantasy: Art Deco shapes, flashing lights, 
gleaming metal, a fantasy world of sight 
and sound contained in one object, to be 
placed in any bar or malt shop in any 
neighborhood in the country. 

Their beginnings date almost from the 
time of Edison's invention of the talking 
machine in 1877. In 1889 Louis Glass took 
one of these machines, put it in a cabinet 
and made it operate for a nickel through a 
coin slot. Because people liked what they 
heard and saw, the machine earned up to 
$2,000 a year as it played in the Palais Royal 
Saloon in San Francisco. In 1890 an 
automatic version was shown at the first 
phonograph convention in Chicago. One 
year later, 16 companies were exhibiting 
coin -operated machines. 

With the repeal of prohibition in 1933, the 
market for automated music became wide 
open and the Wurlitzer Co. of North 
Tonawanda, N.Y., led in jukebox produc- 
tion, especially during the '30s and '40s. It 
was not the only company which designed 
and marketed jukeboxes. Some of the 
other notable firms during this era were: 
J.P. Seeburg, Chicago; Rock -Ola Mfg. Co., 
Chicago; AMI (Automatic Instrument Co.), 
Grand Rapids; and John Cabel Mfg. Co., 
Chicago. 

This heyday of the jukebox (1933) coin- 
cided with the high point of Art Deco and 
the jukebox became a streamlined 
machine form- modern, flashy, an object 
involved with the fantasy world of popular 
music. Such extremely ornate materials as 
unusually curved plastics, straight bold 
pilasters with elaborate horizontal metal 
parts, parallel pieces of glass, all on 
massive wooden frames, could easily be 
mass-produced and were systematically 
used. In the '40s and '50s attempts to up- 
date the design of the jukebox failed 
because the form had become so closely 
associated with the Art Deco designs of the 
'30s. In other words, the jukebox design 
had arrived at a classical state of perfec- 
tion. 

Industry Perspective 
OMAA president Hilligan pointed out 

that this exhibit was only one more facet of 
OMAA's multi -phased program designed 
to place our industry in proper historical 
perspective, i.e., jukeboxes are no longer 
perceived solely as objects of entertain- 
ment, but have entered the realm of ar- 
tifacts of our contemporary culture.

The Akron Art Institute, as a result of the 
great success of this jukebox exhibit, is ex- 
ploring the possibility of beginning an 
archives on jukeboxes. The archives would 
include such things as historical informa- 
tion on the designers, original designs and 
drawings, posters and other advertising 
materials for jukeboxes. To our knowledge, 
no one educational facility is currently 
collecting these items. We feel that it is im- 
portant that these items be collected and 
placed in a museum setting where they may 
be available for future study by scholars of 
our popular culture and for the continued 
documentation of the jukebox industry.

Net earnings include foreign exchange 
translation losses of $277,000, or 14 cents 
per share, on both a primary and fully 
diluted basis, in the fiscal 1979 third quarter 
from translation of foreign denominated 
assets and liabilities into U.S. dollars, as 
compared with gains of $176,000, or 9 
cents per share, in the fiscal 1978 third 
quarter.

aren't travelling the long distances that it 
usually requires to get there."

"Everything has dropped off somewhat," 
said Swaggerty.

Fisher Music in Inglewood, like 
Swaggerty's Malibu Grand Prix, is located 
in a neighborhood area. 

"Business is doing just fine," said Karl 
Fisher, the company's owner. "I guess peo- 
ple are just staying in the neighborhood. As 
far as our own gas situation is concerned, 
we have a commercial account so we don't 
have to worry." 

Some distributors are also being incon- 
venienced by the gas pinch. Rowe Inter- 
national in San Francisco is a case in point. 

"The crisis is making it a little difficult for 
our salesman to get to the customers," said 
Rowé s Jack Sutton. "If it gets worse, we will 
bring all our people in and do business on 
the phone."

automatic merchandising industry, his sup- 
port of Israel and his efforts in behalf of 
public service and humanitarian causes."

Those letters keep coming in. "I am writing on behalf of all the Space Invaders players at 

the residential community at Sonoma State University," wrote a student to Midway Mfg. 

Co.'s service manager Andy Ducay, explaining that a "Space Invaders" machine was in- 

stalled in the residence this past February and "since that time addiction has struck like the 
plague." The letter further noted that, in order to gauge the progress of players, a ranking 

system based on naval ranks was devised and is still in effect. The ranking system was fully 

explored in an edition of the California State University student newsletter which read, in 

part: "Most of you may think that Space Invaders is only a game. Not so. It's a simulation of 

what will occur when the real space invaders come and it was put in Zinfandel to train the 
Space Patrol. We must be prepared. Let no one neglect their duty to our beneficent planet 
... everyone must assume duties commensurate with their skill ... therefore, all trainees 
will be assigned ranks according to their accomplishments. Ranks may not be skipped .. 
therefore, it is impossible to get to Admiral (score of 5000 points or more) unless you have 

played at least 20 games." As further evidence of the enormous impact the game has had, 

the letter contained various technical and scoring queries - or, as he put it, with repeated play 

"more and more aspects of this amazing machine come to light." Andy was amazed by some of 

the questions the students came up with and the proficiency the letter revealed.

Lee Jones 

CELLAR DOOR, WASHINGTON, D.C. - 
The comparisons are irresistible - a 

female Tom Waits, a white Billie Holiday, a 

latter-day Laura Nyro - but in the end 
Rickie Lee Jones is very much her own 
stylist. And she's an important newcomer 
causing a minor sensation here after sellout 
performances. 

Starting off with a lazy ballad, 
"Something Cool," Jones captivated the 
SRO crowd with her bluesy voice, a perfect 
starter for a hot summer night. 

She moved into "Young Blood," which 
showed off her six -member backup band 
nicely. Neil Larsen was fine on keyboards, 
Buzz Feiten equally slick on guitar (Jones 
also plays guitar on some tunes), but a fre- 
quent scene stealer was David Sanborn on 

saxophone. 
Later, in "a song about my old 

neighborhood," as she said, Jones slinked 
through "Coolsville," and then rocked with 
"Danny's All -Star Joint," playing with both 
her trademark red beret and her clever 
lyrics. 

The playfully sleazy "Easy Money" was 
well received, the instrumentation perfect, 
and Jones honestly seemed to enjoy her 
performance (perhaps because it's still 
relatively new to her). By the time she got to 
"Chuck E.'s In Love," which has had 
massive airplay here recently, Jones had 

charged the band and audience into high 
energy. For an encore, they ran through a 

classic rocker, "No Next Time." 
Her bittersweet blues -rock and scat 

singing add an unmistakable edge, and it's 
partly the way she hisses her "s" and partly 
the way she tosses off some nasty lines that 
set her apart. The Washington Post dubbed 
Jones' style "alleycat rock" and that seems 
as fitting as any label. The point is, Jones is 

doing something new and different and 
that's reason enough to follow her closely 
from here to her next endeavor.

Graham Parker 
and the Rumour 

THE PALLADIUM, NYC - Graham Parker 
and The Rumour's performance here 
marked the first time they have appeared in 

New York as headliners. But as anyone who 
has ever seen the band surely knows, they 
have been due for this honor for some time. 
And at the conclusion of the group's ex- 
hilarating 90 -minute set, it was clear that 
these Arista recording artists are finally 
achieving the success that they deserve. 

Their current tour comes at a time when 
they are enjoying their greatest commercial 
success with their debut Arista LP, 
"Squeezing Out Sparks." While the 
material on the album isn't the most consis- 
tent, Parker and the Rumour invested each 
song they played from it with abundant pas- 
sion and energy. This was particularly true 
of such tunes as "Discovering Japan," 
which opened the set, "Passion Is No Or- 
dinary Word," "Protection," and "Local 
Girls," their new single. 

Parker's singing projected that cool in- 
tensity he has become noted for, and the 
Rumour rocked with their usual instrumen- 
tal flair. Guitarists Brinsley Schwarz and 
Martin Belmont propelled the band with 
their incisive lead and rhythm playing, and 
the rhythm section of Andrew Bodnar on 

bass and Steve Goulding on drums was in- 
credibly precise. Bob Andrews supplied 
keyboard arrangements that added just the 
right enthusiasm to the overall musical 
mood. 

Ultimately, though, it was Parker that 
commanded the spotlight as he prowled 
the base of the Palladium stage to sing his 
version of the Motown hit, "I Want You 

Back," and then "Don't Ask Me Questions." 
Clearly, Parker and the Rumour have only 
begun to make their mark on the contem- 
porary music scene. 

RCA recording artists Susan opened the 
show with a rousing set that produced a 

truly enthusiastic crowd response with 
such tunes as "Marlene" and "Falling In 

Love Again" from their label debut of the 
same name.

Michael Franks 

ROYCE HALL, UCLA - His music is 

soothing, yet exotic. His lyrics are simple, 
yet rich. His name is Michael Franks and he 

is rapidly establishing himself as one of the 
most important figures in the burgeoning 
field of verbal jazz. 

Franks' four Warner Bros. albums are 
cool, laid-back cruises through the former 
Lit. instructor's imagination, but his Easter 
Sunday Royce Hall affair gave him and his 
outstanding five support players a chance 
to stretch out. On tunes like "Chain Reac- 
tion" the band cooked like a progressive fu- 
sion outfit, but they were also captivating on 

Franks' more restrained pop -jazz num- 
bers, such as "Popsicle Toes" and "San- 
paku." 

As a vocalist, Franks employs a talk - 
singing style that meshes perfectly with his 
thoughtful lyrics. As a group leader he en- 
courages his players to expand on his 

musical themes. Saxophonist John Payne 
was particularly sensitive, taking over a 

number of tunes while Franks contentedly 
strummed his acoustic guitar. 

An amazing aspect of Franks' UCLA gig 
was his ability to completely captivate the 
large audience without the high energy or 
theatrical elements usually necessary in 

large halls. And there was no mistaking the 
meaning of the crowd's silent attentiveness. 
After his encore, after the house lights had 
gone up, the audience loudly demanded 
and got a second rare encore.

Chrs Rea 

THE VENUE, LONDON - Chris Rea's re 

cent one night stand at London's rock 
cabaret club, The Venue, certainly proved 
that true talent nurtured consistently will 
eventually develop and flourish unaided. 
Rea's company, Magnet, a U.K. subsidiary 
of United Artists Records, has nurtured this 
talent well. With a U.S. top ten hit in '78 titled 
"Fool (If You Think It's Over)," plus a com- 
petent 3 -piece band to bolster his con- 
fidence, Rea delivered talent and energy 
befitting major artist status. The casual 
ease with which he moved to his music. 
coupled with the poetic depth of his lyrics, 
made Rea's style both engrossing and 
charmingly effective. 

He gleaned his material from his two re- 
cent Magnet LPs, "Whatever Happened To 
Benny Santini," and the '79 release, 
"Deltics." Both albums were produced by 

Gus Dudgeon and reveal arrangements 
which have an over -familiar Elton John 
mark about them. This has been a recurring 
criticism levelled at Rea's recent work 
which could be a disadvantage. 

His live performance, however, firmly put 
across his own very individual stamp on the 
music. With hard-hitting rock numbers 
such as "Deltics" and "Don't Want Your 
Best Friend," Rea pushed audience 
enthusiasm up after humorously declaring 
them "too mellow." He then eased them 
down from the crescendo with his own 
brand of soft balladeering in songs such as 

"The Things Lovers Should Do" and "Rain- 
coat And A Rose." 

Highlights in Rea's well -controlled per- 
formance came when he sang 
"Cenotaph/Letter From Amsterdam," 
"Dance (Don't Think)" and the title track 
from his first LP "Whatever Happened To 
Benny Santini." His magnetism is infectious 
and overall it was obvious that Rea's talent, 
not long realized, is about to explode him to 
the top of the mature rock -fan following.

THE WHISKEY, L.A. - Boy, does this guy 
look like a major case of trouble. Black 
bowler and bearded, draped in a 3/4 length 
winter coat in sunny L.A., Tonio resembles 
Stephen Bishop and/or Leon Red bone with 
a finger in the socket. Trouble. 

The band was all dressed in white dinner 
jackets. Are these guys rotten Ricky 
Ricardos, prom crashers, or maybe a high 
quality rock & roll band merely expressing 
their savage musical opinion? 

Tonio K. was a "bright kid but weird and 
ignored ... with disciplinary problems" 
born and raised all over California. A for- 
mer member of the last incarnation of The 
Crickets, Tonio now fronts a mean band 
that feeds late seventies twisted wit and 
wock & woll. 

Tonio K's recent Whiskey appearance 
covered his Full Moon debut record once 
over. The ability of Tonio K. to work his 
already eclectic songs into a formal didac- 
tic live reading had the audience listening - a unique ability in current rock exhibi- 
tion. It was an evening of intellectual fun 
disguised as an education. Tonio K. em- 
ploys alliteration, a Springsteen-like con- 
cern, stage moves, and good of rock & roll 
to lecture the musical senses. 

Brian Madey on drums, Billy Wulinich, 
rhythm guitar, Eric Scott, bass and Earl 
Slick on lead guitar make up the Tonio K. 

band. Slick, former Bowie back-up and 
front -up of his own band, remained perfec- 
tly refined to capacitate a strong group ef- 
fort. 

Tonio K. jabs sensitive areas and there's 
probably not a more enjoyable way to get 
hurt than within the twisted extremes of 
Tonio's rock & roll presentation. 

Opening the show, L.A.'s Skin are a 

straight -legged, more pop than power trio. 
Within a Dr. Feelgood and Who -like feel, 
Skin takes a savage plunge into modern 
day punk consciousness delivered from a

Steve Goodman 

THE ROXY, L.A. - It was quite simply one 
of the most thoroughly entertaining nights 
of the year when Asylum recording artist 

Steve Goodman brought his folk -country - 
rock show to the Roxy May 14. Even before 
label -mate John Prine joined the 
diminutive singer -songwriter for a series of 
encores, Goodman put on the kind of ex- 
uberant, captivating performance that 
turns jaded observers into lifelong fans. 

Goodman is a vivid lyricist who mixes 
sprightly uptempo numbers with touching 
ballads and songs one step up (down?) 
from Dr. Demento. But no matter the genre, 
Goodman has an endearing stage 
presence that gets the most out of his clever 
material. His seven -man band is another 
key to his act, especially the dual 
keyboards, and reed play that supply the 
musical texture beneath his pleasant 
melodies. 

At the Roxy, Goodman opened with "Just 
Lucky I Guess" and "Banana Republics and 

built up momentum leading to "What Have 
You Done For Me Lately," which would have 
been a showstopper if it hadn't been the 
fifth song of the evening. 

Soon after keyboardist/backup singer 
Amy Madigan helped him out with har- 
monies on his current single, "The One 
That Got Away," Goodman treated the 
packed house to six solo numbers. High 
points during the solo segment included 
"It's A Sin To Tell A Lie," "Vegetable Song" 
and "My Old Man," a moving statement 
about his father's death. 

Goodman then brought the band back 
for four more good time numbers, in- 
cluding his own "City Of New Orleans" that 
Arlo Guthrie hit with a few years ago. By the 

time Prine joined his friend on stage for 
"20th Century," "There She Goes" and 
"Tossin' and Turnin'," the crowd was going 
wild. Goodman graciously spotlighted each 
member of the band on "Mama Don't 
Allow," but after the kind of show he put on 

there was only one way left to end the even- 
ing. Accompanied only by his own guitar, 
Goodman delivered a delightful version of 
Shel Silverstein's "Three Legged Man" and 
finally, dragged himself off stage as the 
satisfied audience stood and cheered.

melange of musical elements bound to- 
gether with spirit and style, a positive syn- 
thesis that creates its own urgent identity. 

Amidst high anticipation, based on the 
reputation that preceeded them, the 
concert was an event of fast, bold and 
bright rock 'n' roll under yellow light gleam- 
ing on shiny cymbals and bronzed, blond 
men. 

The Police is a trio, an equilateral tri- 
angle wherein bass, drums and guitar 
support vocals. Sting, as they call the 
singer/bass man, has a high and mys- 
terious voice ... lilting, wailing and woo- 
ing. He carries the melodies and the lyrical 
messages whose indistinction is clarified 
by repetition. Andy Summers' guitar is 

rhythmic and raw, comprised of many dis- 
cernable substyles, including the use of 
waa-waa pedal, the plucking sound the 
Ventures used and straight ahead English 
blues solos. Stewart Copeland's intense 
drumming was ever so steady, made thea- 
trical by thrashing, cracking and chatter- 
ing on the cymbals. 

The first and last song of the evening was 
"Can't Stand Losing You," with the definite 
high point being "Roxanne." "Castaway" 
developed the reggae feeling introduced in 

"Roxanne." "Born in the 50's" was a flow- 
ing anthem for those of us who were.
