NEW YORK — While limited medical
evidence supports the real possibility of
eye damage caused by unregulated use of
| laser lights at rock concerts and discos
(Cash Box, May 26), a continuing Cash Box
investigation has revealed little, if any,
evidence of medical follow-up by the
American Medical Association (AMA) and
an almost negligible course of regulation by
the U.S. Bureau of Radiological Health
(BRH).

In June of 1978. Dr. Norman Pelles, then
with the BRH, requested help from physi-
cians in reporting incidences of damage to
eyetissue caused by laser lights. According
to Dr. Pelles. who has since left the BRH,
therewas almostnoresponse tohis appeal,
but some sort of research was being con-
ducted by the agency.

No Specific Findings

According to Dr. Mohan Kshitij, the
deputy chief of the electro-optics branch of

the BRH, “We do have a program, but we
have no specific medical findings . . . There
are no reports or results. While this is
speculation. it appears that an injury
received from exposure to a laser light
might be ignored by the patient. The injury
could be asmall blind spot that could be ac-
commodated. These people may not seek
medical attention. Although our
mechanisms for research are limited by our
resources, we feel that our findings (that
eye damage can result) are conclusive
enough.”

GAO Issues Report Backing
Indefinite Radio Licensing

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Broadcasters
should be granted indefinite license terms,
with the possibility of revocation only for
rule violations, to cut down on the huge
amount of paperwork the FCC generatesin
processing some 3,000 renewal applica-
tions each year. That's the recommenda-
tion of the General Accounting office —
Congress’ watchdog over the rest of the
government.

In a 231-page report released last week,
GAO says that broadcasters currently have
what amounts to permanent licenses
because of the way the FCC regulates them
asitis. The currentrule granting three-year
licenses “does not square with reality
because the risk of license revocation has
been small and a licensee can realize a
large financial gain by selling its station and
transferring its license to a party it chooses.
Thus, as a practical matter, the typical
licensee has been able to maintain a vested
interest in its assigned frequency for an ex-
tended period of time by complying with
federal regulations, according to the GAO
report.

GAO's study comes at a time when
changes in the license terms for radio and
television licensees are being considered
by Congress in two bills designed to rewrite
the 1934 Communications Act. Legislation
sponsored by Rep. Lionel Van Deerlin (D-
Calif.) would grant indefinite licenses to
radio stations immediately, and to TV sta-
tions after 10 years. A bill sponsored by
Sen. Ernest Hollings (D-S.C.) would give TV
stations five-year licenses and indefinite
licenses to radio staiions.

Lifesong Exits CBS, Citing
Internal Changes As Reason

NEW YORK — Lifesong Records, which has
been a CBS Associated Label since
August, 1977, last week reacquired the
rights to its artists and their original masters
and terminated its distribution arrange-
ment with CBS.

The move enables Lifesong, which had
been distributed independently for two-
years prior to joining the CBS family, to sign
its artists with various record companies.
The Lifesong roster includes Henry Gross,
Dean Friedman, Dion, The Voltage
Brothers, Gail Davies, Crack the Sky, John
Palumbo, Gary Burr, Nina Kahle, Corbin
and Hanner, and Joey George.

“Our purpose inreacquiringour actsisto
give our artists the best possible service,”
Terry Cashman, one of Lifesong's prin-
cipals along with Tommy West, told Cash
Box. “We have always been, and will con-
tinue to be an artist-oriented company, and
our goal now is to place each act with the
label that is best attuned to the artist’s
music and career potential.”

Phil Kurnit, executive vice president of
Lifesong, said that “CBS tried as hard as
they could, but we were part of something
that was so big that it was hard for them to
get a focus on any one particular Lifesong
artist. Incomparison, we experienced more
success as an independently distributed
labet.”

A spokesman for CBS would not com-
ment on the dissolution of the Lifesong dis-
tribution arrangement.

Internal Changes

West indicated that Lifesong's

relationship with CBS was affected by a

number of internal changes that CBS un-
derwent when they first signed with the
company. “CBS had asked us not to

release any product until January, 1978,
because the presses were backed up at
their plants,” he said. “So we waited until

Local Opposition
Keeping Rock
Fests In Doubt

NEW YORK -— The future of two proposed
rock festivals in upstate New York,
“Woodstock, The Second Gathering,” and
“"The Hamlet of Hurleyvilie,” both appear to
be highly uncertain.

Joel Rosenman, president of Woodstock
Ventures and co-owner of Media Sound
Studios in New York, has exercised his op-
tion to withdraw permission authorizing the
use of the name “Woodstock” for the
proposed festival. A spokesman for
producer John Morris of Woodstock
Media, Ltd. said that Morris plans to go
ahead with a festival called “The Second
Gathering,” scheduled for August 14,15,
and 16, but no site for the event was given.

The Hamlet of Hurleyville Festival
received a setback last week when the town
board of Fallsburg, N.Y. voted to deny
promoter Leon Greenberg a permit to use
land in Fallsburg for the proposed event.

Only 13 of the 250 acres designated for
the festival, though, are located in
Fallsburg. Of more crucial importance to
the promoters is the approval of a permit
under the Mass Gathering Law by the Sul-
livan County board of supervisors. Green-
burg withdrew his permit application last
week, but, according to Jeff Franklin, presi-
dent of American Talent International, who
is working with Greenberg on the Festival,

Smith, G.Q. and the Rockets for $3.99.

Korvettes was notthe only arearetailer to
price under the $4 mark last week. The
Record World/TSS chain advertised six
albums for $3.97 in the Sunday edition of
Newsday, including LPs by Supertramp,
Rickie Lee Jones, McFadden & Whitehead,
Marshall Tucker, Peaches & Herb, and
Charlie Daniels.

No Catalog For $3.99

Elliot Gorlin, director of advertising for
the 25-unit retailer, said that the chain
would not drop selected catalog titles to
$3.99, as Korvettes has done, but that
Record World/TSS would continue to ad-
vertise certain titles from time to time, at
$3.97 “just to stay competitive.” He noted
that the stores will continue to advertise
most hit product for either $4.47 or $4.97.
“We don’'t want to go overboard,” Gorlin
added.

In conjunction with the opening of its
second store in Hicksville, N.Y., the Titus
Oaks Record Exchange has also been sell-
ing a handful of $7.98tist LPs for $3.88. Last
week, those titles included product by the
Roche Sisters. Marshall Tucker, and Hot
Tuna. In addition, the store was advertising
the new Charlie Daniels LP in Good Times,
alocal music-oriented fortnightly, for $3.69.

A spokesman for the company, whose
other store is located in Brooklyn, stressed,
however, that the low prices were unrelated
to the New York price war, “since we're not
in business to do battie with Korvettes and
turn records over at no profit.”

Asked how the Korvettes’ move to $3.99
on catalog goods might affect his business,
Ed Beda, president of the five-store Disc-

record company with a veritable galaxy of
stars. With artists as diverse as Frank
Zappa and the Statler Brothers, the label is
a perfect example of how a company can
operate with a broad spectrum of artists.

The Statler Brothers are currently one of
America's best selling country music vocal
groups. in 1978, the Statlers sold over three
million records, spearheaded by a gold
record for the album “Entertainers ... On
And Off The Record” and a ptatinum cer-
tification for the LP “The Best Of The Statler
Brothers.” The band’s latest album, “The
Originals,” is presently riding at #3 on the
Cash Box Country Album Chart.

Frank Zappa is on the other side of the
coin from the Statlers. Ever since he started
with the Mothers Of Invention in the mid-
1960s, Zappa has been regarded as a
jazz/rock visionary. His large cult following
has blossomed into rather healthy sales for
Mercury. Zappa's recent “Sheik Yerbouti”
LP rose to the #23 position on the Cash Box
Top 100 Album Chart. Zappa, besides be-
ing one of rock music’s most respected
mirthmakers and musicians, is also one of
Phonogram, Inc./Mercury’s newest labels.
Frank, of course, is heading up the infant
label.

Another band, the R&B sounding Con
Funk Shun is evidence, once again, of
Phonogram, Inc./Mercury’'s wide musical
spectrum. The group has had two gold
albums with “Secrets’ in 1977 and

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Triumph
RCA Record's latest acquisition from
Ontario, Canada, power trio Triumph, is a
welt-giled rock ‘n’ roll machine that is
quickly proving that the heavy metal genre

needn’t be limited creatively nor
stylistically. The band’s second domestic
release for the label, “Just A Game,” has
also garnered substantial commercial ac-
ceptance, bulleted at #51 on the Cash Box
albums chart.

Banding together for the first time in
September 1975, each member had
already established a reputation in the
Canadian musical community. Bassist
Mike Levine had played in a number of dif-
ferent outfits from 1965 to 1969, when he
decided to take a hiatus from performing
and devote all of his attention to producing.
Levine's close friend, drummer Gil Moore,
started playing when he was only thirteen
and had been gigging steadily around
Toronto with a variety of R&B units, when
the two began to develop the concept for
the band.

In the meantime, guitarist Rik Emmett
was playing with another three-piece
group, Act Ill, when Moore and Levine
asked him to join. At first Emmett balked at
the idea, not wanting to desert his friends in
the group, but after a few drinks and an all-
night jam session in Moore’s basement,
decided to make a go of it.

“l really had no intention of joining the
group,” said Emmett. “After that first jam,
however, the feeling was so good thatit was
really hard to resist. Everyone was very
confident about what they wanted to
achieve as a band.”

The road to success for Triumph,
though, was not a particularly glamorous
one. Their first gig as a band was at a high
school in Simcoe, Ontario and after a
positive reception there, the group decided
to continue playing schools and generally
forego the bar circuit.

“Playing high schools was actually very
lucrative in Canada,” added Levine. “Atthe
schools, we usually played for about 45
minutes and did just one set. We'd have an
opening act with us at ail times. Besides, we
started using our effects on stage from day
one.”

Triumph's massive collection of special
effects has been a major selling point for
the band. After starting with a handful of
lights, flash powder and a strobe, their
show now includes a variety of smoke
bombs, flash pods, dry ice machines, a
flame thrower and a lighted runway and
logo sign, which they cart around on tour
with two 45-foot long tractor trailers. To set
the record straight, Levine added that the
band does not use such effects simply for
the sake of using them.

“We've always had a synchronized
show,” stressed Levine. “And we never use
an effect without a reason. The show does
stand on its own without the effects but the
important thing for us is that the audience
be entertained. Nobody seems to walk out
of a Triumph show bored soc we mustbe do-
ing something right.”

If the band has any one particular goal, it
is to stay together and keep progressing
musically. “Longevity is an important thing
because we want to be around for awhile,
doing what we're doing now,” said Levine.

“Whatever that may take, we're willing to
work for it.”

FACES TO WATCH

Anita Ward

While the smash success of TK/Juana
recording artist Anita Ward’'s “Ring My
Bell” may be a tribute to the ongoing ability
of the disco club scene to break records,
the young singer is clearly crossing to all
markets, as evidenced by the infectious
song’s rapid rise up the pop charts.

For Ward, chart success has been the
culmination of an involvement with music
that has lasted for most of her 22 years of
life. “I remember singing publicly as early
as age nine,” recalls Anita, “but my parents
tell me that they remember me singing all
the time.”

Born in the musically-rich city of
Memphis in 1957, Ward was auditioning for
a record contract by the time she was 14.
She enjoyed a series of similar honors dur-
ing her school years. In college, she was
chosen “Miss Acappella Choir” for the Rust
Singers, who recorded an album with
Metropolitan Opera star Leontyne Price
and was a soloist with the Rust College
Female Quartet, with whom she performed
in dozens of foreign countries.

Ward also met her current manager,
Chuck Holmes, while in college. “He saw
me walking across campus,” recalls Ward. |
was going to audition for a local version of
‘Godspell’ He had heard me sing, and told
me that he loved my voice and was | in-
terested in becoming a recording artist? |
said, ‘Sure, why not?’ So he cut a few
demos on me and shopped my material
around until he found a company he
thought would be right for me; that com-
pany was Juana, which is distributed by
TK.”

Oddty enough, when it came time to go
into the studio, “Ring My Bell” was not a
high priority. “We had so much material to
choose from,” says Ward, “ranging from
material that Frederick (Knight, her
producer) had written and material written
by people he knew to material written by
Chuck and friends of ours. ‘Ring My Bell’
was almost an accident. When we went in
the studio we had no intention whatsoever
of cutting a disco number. Wewere down to
our last number in the studio, and we
realized that we needed something up-
tempo. ‘Ring My Bell’ was the last number
we cut. | really had a few doubts about do-
ing it, because it was so different, | said to
myself, ‘Can | do this? Is it worth it?' But as
you know, it turned out to be the number.”

Up to this time, Ward had been pursuing
a career as a substitute teacher. | was
teaching four weeks ago,” confides Ward,
“and | still haven't officially resigned. My
mother called this morning from Memphis
and told me that the phone is constantly
ringing. People have even called the Board
of Education to try and get my phone num-
ber.”

Although Ward's album, “Songs of
Love,” makes a strong case for her as a
singer of pop material, does she mind the
fact that most of her audience would know
her through “Ring My Bell” and think of her
as a “disco” singer? “l don’t mind at all,”
replies Ward. “So far, the record has not
been limiting me. It's done phenomenally
not only on the disco charts, but R&B and
pop as well. So things are turning out as
well as we could have hoped for.

“Over in England | know that ‘Ring My
Bell’ has become the biggest record that TK
has ever had there.”

ELO’s ‘Discovery’ Boosted By
Inter-company Campaign

LOS ANGELES — Preceded by the well-
timed release of the single “Shine A Little
Love,” ELO's newest album, “Discovery,”
promises to be as big a hit as any of their
past releases.

After the final “Arabian Nights”
theme was approved by Jetand CBS, Grib-
bitt! proceeded to design assorted adver-
tising and merchandising materials utiliz-
ing the same concept.

“It was a total company effort,” said Grib-
bitt! spokesman Paul Gross. “We had a
short amount of time, butusing the ‘Arabian
Nights’ theme, we came up with various
mobiles and other point-of-purchase
devices, plus two billboards for Sunset
Blvd. and a video production that tells the
story shown on the album cover.”

Lawsuits Could
AffectBMIIncome,
Says Ed Cramer

LOS ANGELES — There will be no impact
on performing rights income should record
sales continue to siump in 1979. But funds
available to writers and publishers from
radio, television and motion picture use of
their works could be depleted by another
factor — costly litigation brought on by
copyright users challenging the major
rights organizations’ licensing methods.
This assessment was offered last week
by Ed Cramer, president of BMI, who points
out that the society’s income is closely tied
to the general health of the broadcast in-
dustry, which often runs counter to the
economy as a whole.
“The bulk of our income — roughly 90%
— comes from radio and television,” notes

LOS ANGELES — RCA is launching a ma-
jor marketing-merchandising campaign in
support of David Bowie's new “Lodger” LP,
highlighted by a promotional film by award
winning director David Mailett featuring
Bowie performing songs from “Lodger.”

“This is a very important album in our
overall corporate endeavors,” said Don
Wardell, manager pop merchandising for
RCA. "The company has believed in the
album ali the way through, and the fact that
it was the most added record in the trades
affirms our belief in it.”

Mallett Film Kicks Off Campaign

To kick off the campaign, RCA began
showing the Mallett film to the radio and
retail community in 11 U.S. cities just prior
to the LP's May 24 release date. The film
has also been booked onto PromoVision,
an in-store video program hosted by Flo
and Eddie, and on June 15 will be on dis-
play at 100 retail stores throughout the
country. Talks are also underway about us-
ing the film as a trailer for full length pic-
tures in movie theaters.

The film is cut into three segments and
features Bowie performing "Boys Keep
Swinging,” “DJ" and “Look Back In Anger”
from the new LP. The “Boys Keep Swing-
ing” segment shows Bowie camping itupin
various stages of drag. The “DJ” portion of
the film depicts the RCA recording artist as
an on-air radio personality. Another
sequence, the “Look Back In Anger” seg-
ment, is a cinematic reproduction of Bowie
walking down acrowded London street and

Programming Consultants
Take Larger Role In Canada

recently shifted to a four-album-per-hour
format, researched heavily from within the
organization. And, while program directors
from both stations disagree on the means
by which research and consultation is
carried out, they stress the importance of
ongoing programming experimentation to
stay astride the listening markets.
Gambling On Change

Warren Cosford, program director at
CHUM-FM, says the station moved towards
a new format as it sensed it could not grow
much more. “We figured we would grow to
a certain level, and likely peak at about
600,000 listeners in the market. That isn’t
totally satisfactory, so we knew we had to
gamble a bit to alter our format.”

Cosford says the programming change
‘was researched from within over a period of
several months, and indeed, is still being
modified.

Outside Consultation Valid

Gary Slaight, PD at Q107, argues for the
validity of outside consultation in program-
ming. He says the station has grown quickly
because it has learned from the ex-
periences of other North American stations
through Abrams/Burkhart.

"Research is costly,” said Slaight, “We
don’thave themoney to doit. Evenif wedid,
| think we would have to stay with
Abrams/Burkhart. They've been able to not
only give us insight into regional breakouts
and burn-outs on certain cuts, but the con-
tacts with other program directors across
the continent have provided us with a
valuable exchange of ideas. It really is in-
valuable.”

Slaight asserts that the steady growth of
the station has been directly attributable to
outside consultation services, but main-
tains these services have in no way inter-
fered with personal programming
preferences of his own. “They have no ac-
tual real control,” he says of A-
brams/Burkhart. “It doesn't hurt us, it
helps.”

Imitating CHUM-FM

Cosford, meanwhile, says his station's
recentformat change came in partbecause
other stations began imitating the CHUM-
FM concept. “Q107 began sounding like us.
They hired some of our people. The recent
BBMs (Bureau of Broadcast Measure-
ments, the Canadian equivalent to Arbitron
radio ratings) showed a lot of shared
listenership. So we've decided to quite sim-
ply do something different.”

One of the early criticisms of CHUM-
FM's new format has been the noticeable
scarcity of new music on the station. That,
Cosford says, has been due to the growing

MICK TAYLOR STEPS OUT — Mick Taylor, who distinguished himself as guitarist for
John Mayall and the Rolling Stones, will finally release his long awaited, self-titled
debut solo album this week. Aside from an ill-fated stint with Jack Bruce and Carla Bley
in 1975, Taylor has been laying low since leaving the Rolling Stones in 1974. Much of
that time was spent in his country home outside of London, where he has concentrated
on his own compositions and guitar work. The debut album, Taylor explained, is the
result of 18 months of recording, which took place in three English country studios —
Island Studios, Saw Mill Studios, and the Stones' mobile unit at Ridge Farm. “It started
out as a mostly instrumental album,” Taylor said, “but the songs began to evolve as we
went on. | think it has a very bluesy feel to it — a contemporary blues feel.” Several cuts
f : also have a distinctive jazz tinge, and,
when queried about this, Taylor replied,
“Well, the album is really a synthesis of
all my different influences, and !'ve
always listened to jazz — people like
Miles Davis, Herbie Hancock. and | love
saxophone players like Coltrane and
Sonny Rollins. There's one selection on
the album — Spanish — that's es-
pecially jazzy, but | don't like to label it
fusion. It's basically a composition for
guitar with a jazz influence.” Overall,
“Mick Taylor” is basically a rock album,
buoyed by soaring Taylor guitar work
and, unfortunately, pulled down a bit by
Taylor's less than sterling vocal ability.
Now that the album is out, Taylor says
he wants to put together a band for a
tour. He's moved to New York, where
he's currently living in a loft with his wife,
but he wants to buy a house in Connecticut or upstate New York where he can rehearse
with his band. A tour is tentatively planned for September, and of further interest to rock
fans is the possibility that Taylor might be joining forces with bassist Stanley Clarke.
“There's a strong possibility that we will work together,” Taylor revealed. i think we
both have hidden star qualities, and although we may not have mass appeal, | think we
could do something very special together. However, nothing has been arranged yet."
Taylor is obviously excited by his new prospects.As he puts it, “This is really a new
beginning for me. There's a tremendous sense of discovery going on. and I'm anxious
to get back on the road.” One final question — just why did he leave the Stones five
years ago? “l was bored,” he replies. “| didn't want to be a member of arock and roll in-
stitution for the rest of my life. It was a lot of fun, and | was quite happy with the Stones,
but it wasn't a challenge to stay with them.”

Nader Calls For Audience Network

by Joanne Ostrow

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Testifying before
the House Subcommittee on Communica-
tions on the bill sponsored by its chairman,
Lionel Van Deerlin (D-Calif.). consumer ac-
tivist Ralph Nader called for legislation to
allocate 30 minutes of radio drive time and
TV prime time to the audience everyday. It
would be turned over to what Nader called
the “Audience Network, a national citizens
organization to be created by Con-
gressional charter,” made up of anyone
who contributes a “modest annual mem-
bership fee of about five dollars.”

This audience network would also
assemble a staff of lawyers and special lob-
byists to represent the interests of the
audience before the FCC. Congress and in
the private sector. The daily haif-hour air
time would be used to “inform the public
about the organization’s activities, discuss
media reform issues or air a variety of
programsthatit produced or obtained . . ."

Nader also talked about possible
production services for the proposed
network and said the group could act as “a
time broker for other non-profit groups that
wished to produce and air programs.”

Hearings continue this week before the
House subcommittee on the subject of
regulator reform and, starting June 20 for at
least a week. on public broadcasting.

CONFERENCE REPORT — The recent Anti-Muscolo Secondary Radio Conference
was held in Austin, Texas, and according to Tony Muscolo, “This conference was our
first in Texas. an area that is unfortunately not that well covered. | was pleased with
participation, about 175 people. and the panel discussions were conducted very
smoothly” . . . By the way, the next Anti-Muscolo Conference is scheduled for July 20-
21in Kansas City, Missouri at the Marriot Airport Hotel.

OHIT'S LONELY AT THE TOP DEPARTMENT — One of the panel discussions at the
Austin Conference turned into a “Clay Gish Grill Time." Aware of the influence or atten-
tion his station. KRBE/Albuquerque, receives from observing stations and labels, Gish
pointed out that he programs his station for his listeners. One of the gripes brought up
to Gish was that while some stations may jump a single 5 or 6 points based on requests
or album sales and maybe some singles sales, a mere 1 or 2 point jump at KRBE may
damage the momentum of that record or possibly scare a “watching” station from
adding thatrecord. He explained that his singles playlistis based on singles sales alone
and that if arecord moved from 28 to 27 or 26, then thatis precisely where it fellaccord-
ing to his sales research. Next obvious question ... Does KRBE's playlist then
accurately reflect the 30 best selling singles in the Houston market? Gish's answer was
no because the best selling singles in Houston wouid be comprised mostly of black
records and country records and a few rock ‘n’ roll records. KRBE's singles playtist
does accurately reflect the best selling singles that Gish is programming for his station.
Where all of this eventually led to was an open forum regarding the trades and their
national charts. Gish suggested that perhaps radio would be better off simply report-
ing the varied degrees of rotation and doing away with the numbered system. This idea
had favorable response, but alas, Catch 22; the industry and the trades demand
numbers from programmers.
LA AUTOMATED OR NOT? — | think
’ we're the only mass appeal station in
L.A.,” says KRTH-FM/Los Angeles
general manager Alan Chlowitz.
Chlowitz attributes the station’s achiev-
ing a cume of one million listenersin the
Jan./Feb. Arbitron to the automated
station’s oldies/adult contemporary for-
mat. “The million listener cume has
been a five year goal of mine.” offers
Chlowitz. who attributes much of the
station's success to the programming
powers of Bob Hamilton. Hamilton, who
became KRTH's PD in February of 1977,
gears the format toward a 25-34/35-44
audience rather than a younger format.
Through automation by way of an IGM-
700 computer system, daily surveying of
hits listeners want to hear. directing
promotions at an adult audience and
keeping an eye on community tastes and happenings. Hamilton has fine-tuned and up-
dated the sound. and made KRTH the fifth most listened to station, in terms of total dif-
ferent listeners, in Los Angeles. “While other stations like KWST and KNX-FM have
altered their sound somewhat. we've stayed consistent to our format.” says Chlowitz.
“We avoid the automated sound by growing with the current music and as our tag line
says, ‘Playing Your Favorites." ” The voice tracking of air personalities keeps the auto-
mated sound “live” and generally unknown to the public. The station's summer promo-
tions are quite contemporary.

pains of implementing the programming
change.

“Atfirst, we had to obtain another copy of
our ‘gold’ series,” he says. The format,
which plays three to five cuts by an artist in
succession, is only now being defined, he
says.

Subtle Changes

“Now, we're able to make only subtle
changes,” Cosford explained. “In the past
week, however, we've finally been able to
evaluate new product. The Rickie Lee
Jones album, which has been popular in
this city for weeks, was only added by us
two or three days ago (May 28). But now
we've added loads of new music, because
we've straightened out the flaws in the
system.”

But Slaight says outside consulting ser-
vices straighten out the problems
beforehand. “There isn’t as much obvious
meandering in programming if you are ad-
vised,” he says. He also asserts the

the multitude’s reaction to his presence.

Another highlight of the ‘“Lodger”
merchandising campaign is a radio ad
featuring Flo and Eddie. The advertisement
has the duo interviewing people on an ad-
hoc basis (ala the Beatlemania commer-
cial) and asking them what they think of
Bowie. A three-week campaign geared
toward AOR stations is set for 26 U.S. cities.
Radio advertisements will also be placed
on Top 40 stations in several major
markets.

RCA is also planning television time buys
of 10 and 30 seconds. The TV ads will be
broadcast in New York, Los Angeles and
Detroit.

Display Materials

The marketing campaign centers on the
“Lodger” (Bowie), who is suspended in
mid-air above a bathroom floor on the LP’s
cover. Merchandising materials for in-store
display incilude an 18-inch mobile of the
“Lodger,” a four color 35 x 23 poster of the
album graphics and a die-cut of Bowie’s
name to be used as a center-piece.

In addition to the other marketing plans,
RCA is placing full-color full page ads in
consumer and trade publications. The ad-
vertisements are a reproduction of the
“Lodger” LP graphics and bear the tag line,
“Explore A New Quality Of Life.”

According to RCA's Don Wardell, Bowie
will not tour in support of “Lodger” until
1980.

Helps Music Boom

He cited the support of Abrams/Burk-
hart of Canadian talent in North America as
being an integral part of the Canadian
music boom last year. “No doubt, Dan Hill
and Triumph have been broken in the USA
because Abrams/Burkhart saw our
success with the artists. Hellfield is another
example. Lee Abrams heard the album in
my office, liked it, then had it added on at
several American stations when Epic
issued it there.”

Cosford, however, says the station is not
panicking, nor does it merely want to adopt
the new programming format for a short
period. “When we made the change, we did
so with a commitment to implement it for a
long time. We'll wait for the summer and fall
ratings, and certainly continue to make
subtle changes. Butthisis a format we want
to stick with.”

PICKWICK/ZODYS AGREEMENT — Effective immediately, Pickwick International will be
supplying all record, tape. and music accessories merchandise for the Zodys Discount
Department Store chain. Hatfield Zodys Incorporated, based in L.A., has 35 Zodys stores
throughout Southern California, Arizona, New Mexico, and Nevada. Zodys is also planning
to open two more stores before the end of this year.

PERSONAGE: B-J's Records of lowa City is a 2,500 sq.ft. store specializing in new wave,
jazz and cut-outs. How they got there is where the story is.

Five years ago, B-J's had a comfortable little store in lowa City. Urban renewal forced the
store into a temporary trailer until the city could work out some kind of deal. B-J's spent five
long years in that “temporary” trailer selling records out of boxes in order to save space.
“We were out in left field without a glove” according to buyer Jim Musser. No one could find
the trailer except for regular customers who supported the store because of their low
prices and overhead. On April 1 B-J's employees finally packed it in and moved into their
self-remodeled new store.

B-J's is the first of a now six-store chain called Apple Tree. There are five Apple Tree
stores in lllinois. However, B-J’s is still B-J's because there is a furniture store in lowa City
salled Apple Tree.

Started over five years ago by a couple of college kids selling records out of their dorm
room to protest high prices, B-J's is still clearing obstacles and selling tunes as a survivor.

D’'lmperio also was in-
strumental in acquiring the Broadway
productions “Hair,” Fiddler On The Roof”
and the soundtrack of “The Sound Of
Music.”

According to Killen, the availability of
D'Imperio was a decisive factor in Tree's
commitment to the development of a major
west coast wing.

“We have had offices out there before,
but nothing major ever happened,” said
Killen, who also produces Bill Anderson,
Rex Allen, Jr., Ronnie McDowell and T.G.
Sheppard, among others. “Our problem
was that the visibility wasn’t high. The peo-
ple we had didn't have the capability to han-
dle things the way we wanted it handled.

Houston’s Inergi Studio Has
State-Of-The Art Facilities

HOUSTON, TX. — When producers,
engineers, artists and musicians think of
recording studios, they usually look to the
music centers of Nashville, Los Angeles,
New York or Muscle Shoals, Ala. But Inergi
Recording Studios here, a new state-of-
the-art facility with an automated 36-input
MCI console, was constructed to compete
with any studio in the country.

Built in early 1979 by Houston
businessman Vince Kickerillo at a cost of
$750,000, Inergi Studio is part of a four-
acre complex that includes eight outdoor
tennis courts and aracquet club housing an
Olympic size swimming pool, exercise
rooms, sauna and a bar and restaurant. All
these facilities are available to parties using
the studio.

Inergo Recording Studio is an adjunct of
Kickerillo’s Inergi Productions, which
produces RCA artist Mary K. Miller and the
TCB Band, the late Elvis Presley's former
back-up band. The studio was designed by
Claude Hill of Audio consultants in
Nashville, and is managed by engineer
Jerry Barnes, who acted as manager and
vice president of the United Western Studio
complex in Los Angeles for the past eight

here in Houston to get the kind of sound we

wanted to get with the artists we have,” said
| Kickerillo, whose flagship Kickerillo Co. is
involved in a myriad of business interests.
“We had togotoL.A. and Nashville. Being a
businessman in Houston with all my in-
terests being operated out of Houston, it
took me away from Houston for long
periods of time. Last summer | stayed away
roughly three months, so it was more
economical for me to bring it to Houston
rather than stay away from my other
businesses.”

Although Kickerillo had never been in-
volved in building recording studios, he ob-
served closely the better studios in
Nashville and Los Angeles and relied
heavily on the advice of Barnes, who at that
time was still managing United Western in
Los Angeles.

“l saw a lot of studios in Nashville, and |
worked with Jerry Barnes last summer
recording the TCB Band in L.A. and doing
Mary’'s last album,” Kickerillo said. I
looked at their studios there and asked a
few questions. Jerry also gave me some
ideas as to what he thought a studio should
be. When | finally made up my mind to build
a studio, we contacted several different
companies. We finally got with Claude Hill
of Audio Consultants in Nashville. Between
Claude and my architect, we designed a
building that would suit us with the kind of
sound we wanted. We didn't want a big
auditorium. We talked to Jerry and several
others and decided we wanted an
automated studio in Houston because out-
side of Muscle Shoals, there isn’'t onein the

Cramer. “"And that in turn depends
primarily upon the advertising revenue of
the station.

“Now, advertising revenue is not
necessarily related to record sales or the
country’'s economy at large, so we don’t
quite follow the same pattern that record
companies follow.”

Pending Litigation

BMI's income for 1978 was $68.7 million,
a 14% increase over the similar period a
year before. But Cramer hesitates to pro-
ject what the society’s income might be for
the fiscal year ended June 30 because of
pending legal actions filed by users
demanding new forms of licensing and
reduced payments.

He cites the nine-year-old CBS Inc. case
and the more recent filing by many local
television stations as two lawsuits that
“raise issues as to our income in 1979.”

According to Cramer, “"We were very
successful in our litigation with CBS. The
Supreme Court ruled that our system of
licensing TV networks is not iliegal per se
(Cash Box, April 28), but thatlitigation casts
a cloud over a lot of our activities.

Licensing Challenge

‘Also, many local TV stations are
challenging our licensing system; and, until
the court decides the case, they have
petitioned the court to reduce our income
by 80%. If they are successful with that in-
terim request, I'm quessing it would result
in a 30% drop in our income overall.

"“In the meantime, as a temporary
measure before they even decide this in-
terim question, both BM! and our com-
petitor agreed to hold 20% of the funds in
escrow for a limited period of time.

“The combination of the 20% in escrow
and the threat of an 80% total reduction
means thatin all honesty | cannotgive you a
prediction for the coming year.”

Attract Artists

“We did this in order to attract artists
down here,” Kickerillo added. “We decided
to go all the way with MCI equipment so if
there were any service problems, one man
could come out and know all of the equip-
ment. At this point, Jerry was not working
with but just giving us friendly advice. Once
we had it all designed, | had him check the
specifications, and he made some
changes. We added and deleted what he
suggested.”

Barnes, a mixing engineer and studio
manager in Los Angeles for the past 15
years, has worked with artists such as
Frank Sinatra, Barbra Streisand, Neil Dia-
mond and Santana over the years. But
Barnes said the continous pressure in Los
Angeles combined with his respect for
Kickerillo convinced him to make the move
to Houston.

“I had been wanting to get rid of some of
the pressures, and | had also been observ-
ing him (Kickerillo) a lot when he was out
here,” Barnes said. “| really came here for
the man. We had a horrendous decision to
move here, but a factor which influenced us
was how loyal everybody is to Vincent. He is
the kind of man who will make things hap-
pen. That sort of spirit and generosity is
something you don’t see that much
anymore. And this is a studio thatis second
to none. There are bigger and more
elaborate studios, but none more comfor-
table to work in. And from a mixer’s point of
view, it is head and shoulders above any
other place.”

Pending Litigation Could
Affect Income, Says Cramer

Turning to another area aftecting writer
and publisher income, Cramer maintains
that implementation of the new Copyright
Act has not proven to be the bonanza that
many involved in performing rights had
predicted.

Minimal Impact

He claims that to date income from users
exempted under the old statute — jukebox
operators, national public radio, colleges
and universities and cable TV — has been
“minimal” and that monitoring compliance
with the new law has been an administrative
headache.

“Under the new law, | don’t think that our
income from all sources will increase by
more than 3%,” says Cramer.

Sky, Dion, Henry Gross, and Dean Fried-
man.”

Soon after, he said, Ron Alexenburg,
who had prought Lifesong to the CBS rold,
departed CBS to form Infinity Records, and
“the game plan he had framed for us was
not executed.” Alexenburg’s move, in con-
junction witn the strike at tne CBS Pitman
plant, “hurt us a lot more than it did them.”
West said. “We just could not afford to wait
around without any tangible success.

The Lifesong executives also pointed to
the unique character of their roster and its
dissimilarity from other CBS associated
labels as one reason why the partnership
did not prosper. “Outside of Philadelphia
International, we had the biggest roster for
an associated label.” said Cashman. “But,
unlike the other associated labels, which
were composed of rock bands, most of our
artists were singer-songwriters, and it
seemed that their music did not getthe kind
of attention or follow-through that we had
hoped for.”

As anindependent,” he commented, "we
put out product and there was no time limit
that we had to give ourselves.

NAB Proposing
Receiver Rules

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Consumers may
one day be able to compare electrical per-
formance standards ot AM and FM radio
receivers before making a purchase if a
National Association of Broadcasters
proposal is adopted.

At a meeting during the Electronic In-
dustries Association’s Consumer Elec-
tronics Show in Chicago last week, NAB
proposed a program to encourage design
improvements in radios. “Manufacturers
should submit tests to NAB or to an in-
dependent laboratory.” said NAB board
chairman Donald Thurston. “Then, if the
radio meets the standard, NAB would give
the go-ahead for the manufacturer to at-
tach a seal signifying compliance. Three
grades of performance are proposed — not
necessarily good, better and best, but just
A.B, andC."

NAB claims the monitoring of radio
receiver standards could benefit manufac-
turers and broadcasters as well as con-
sumers. “The NAB seal on a radio would
assure the purchaser of quality and would
prove invaluable in advertising and
marketing,” according to Thurston.

Kurnit reflected that one of the most
positive developments to have emerged
from the company’s affiliation with CBS was
the signing of Gail Davies to Lifesong and
Ed Bruce to Cashwest Productions. “These
artists have given us another avenue of ex-
ploration,” he observed. “This is especially
significant since the country music
audience gives an artist the opportunity to
musically develop over a long period of
time. Its listeners are older and not as
volatile as the pop audience. Davies, in par-
ticular. has real pop crossover potential.

With completed album product by Kahle,
Dion, Cross, George, and the Rulers (who
are signed to Cashwest) in hand, West con-
cluded that “our greatest concern at this
moment is to avoid lumping our artists
together. We're determined that, as an
associated label with a major company, it's
impossible to maintaina diverse roster and
still remain viable.

“Our mission as producers is to sur-
round ourselves with artists that stand for
something, and we want those qualities to
be reflected in our artist roster.”

AFM Ratifies Pact
With Ad Agencies

NEW YORK — The American Federation of
Musicians has approved a new two-year
television and radio commercials pact by a
vote of 1,166 to 93. The margin affirms the
settlement reached in April between the
AFM and the Joint Policy Committee of the
Association of National Advertisers and the
American Association of Advertising Agen-
cies.

The agreement, which is retroactive to
May 1, gives instrumentalists and music
preparation members a 12% wage in-
crease, as well as an improved re-use rate.

Federation members have also ratified a
separate two-year agreement with Cana-
dian advertising advertisers and agencies,
covering the use of commercials broadcast
in Canada and performed by Canadian
musicians.

AFM members also approved the es-
tablishment of a joint industry-union com-
mittee to study the possibility of changes in
future contracts for the production of local
and retail commercial announcements in
an attempt to regain some of the work that
has been lost to “jingle mills,” according to
a union spokesman.

David Kaufman, chairman of the Sullivan

before the board, the concensus of opinion
was it would have to be an amount well
below 100,000.”

Wants “Permanency”

Kaufman added that the board would

spokesman said. “We're not into it at all.”

But. if medical officials have been
negligent about researching this hazardous
situation, then government officials have
been even more remiss in their duty to
police the growing ranks of amateur
builders and operators of laser light
systems. According to Jeff Hecht, editor of
Laser Focus, the trade publication for the
laser light industry, “the authority of the
BRH seems limited to checking outthe con-
struction of laser light equipment, not for
the operation of it. | don’t know that they are
addressing the real problems of this in-
dustry, which is in a state of flux. We do an
annual financial review, and we project that
in 1979, laser equipment for light shows will
be a $2 million business, representing an
increase of 100% from 1978. There’s even
some kid across the street from us whois at
this moment building a laser light system.

Inettectual Agency?

Even if the BRH is operating as a
regulatory agency only, it is ineffectual in
that capacity, according to Hecht. “What
people are doing is throwing paperwork at
the paperwork machine,” he added.

This feeling is shared by Dick Van
Schoyck, director of operations for the
Columbus, Ohio-based Laser Presenta-
tion. “One of the few places you can count
on for a followup by the BRH is in
Washington, D.C., which is more or less
their backyard.” he noted.

Light Exceeds Limits

Still another area of the BRH's laxness,
according to Van Schoyck, isinits process-
ing of applications by laser light manufac-
turers for what is called a “variance.” Thisis
an application submitted by the manufac-
turer for a laser light that excedes the limits

of the BRH's regulations, but is permitted if
it conforms to safety regulations that offset
the laser’'s danger.
Applications Unprocessed

“We have had applicationsinon somein-
stallations that have not been processed af-
ter two years,” said Van Schoyk. “This can
be especially useless for a one-night light
show used at a rock concert, wherein the
concert can be over and done with by the
time tiie application for the variance is
processed.

enact laws to enable the commission to act
on this point.

GAO argued in favor of making public
the FCC'’s financial reports of broadcasters.
Consumer activists have argued for dis-
closure of the confidential financial reports,
which broadcasters claim contain com-
petitive information.

“The FCC should collect and publish in-
formation on the ownership of radio and TV
stations nationally,” GAO suggested. Ow-
nership of broadcast facilities by racial
minorities would be part of the data collec-
ted.

And some alternatives for the equal time
law and the Fairness Doctrine — both of
which are due to be abolished under the
bills before Congress — should be con-
sidered, according to GAO. FCC should be
given flexibility to try out some aiternatives,
the report urged.

The GAO study was undertaken on the
agency's own initiative.

OTTAWA — The results of the Canadian
federal elections that saw the 11-year reign
of Prime Minister Pierre Trudeau’s Liberal
Party come to an end, may bring good
tidings for the nation’s music industry.

The Progressive Conservative (PC) party
will now lead the nation with a minority
government; but more importantly for the
music industry, David McDonald, music’s
strongest supporter in Parliament, was ap-
pointed Communications Minister in PC
leader Joe Clark’s new Cabinet.

House Of Commons Speech

The PCs have proposed change in
almost all areas of government activity, one
of which has been cuiture. In a speech he
gave to the House of Commons last year,
McDonald suggested incentives for in-
dependent record producers, thus
granting them parity with Canadian
filmmakers, who are already supported by
capital coast allowances.

Brian Robertson, president of the Cana-
dian Recording Industry Assn. (CRIA), told
Cash Box that he has already talked with
McDonald since the election and found that
the PCs are still in full support of im-
plementing the six-point cultural program
outlined late last year in the House of Com-
mons.

“For the first time, we're optimistic about
working with the government,” says
Robertson. “In the past, it's always been telt
that the record industry was something
other than culture. But McDonald has
shown a great deal of interestin our efforts.
We hope we'll get some sort of tax incentive
for record producers in this country. They
remain totally supportive.”

New Government May Aid _,
Canadian Recording Industry ,

Assn. (CIRPA), says a capital cost
allowance would bring “a lot of money” into
the field of independent production in
Canada.

“We've submitted under-the-table briefs
to both the PCs and Liberals (the two most
prominent parties in Canadian politics),
and in general, we've said that we endorse
government non-interference in the record
production field. The third point of
McDonald’s cultural policy (in reference to
capital cost allowance), we support.

“But we're not too optimistic about the
establishment of bureaucracies to oversee
our business. For that reason, we are not
too excited about proposals for guaranteed
loans. That puts control into the hands of
people other than ourselves. They'll be
making decisions on who gets a loan and
who doesn't.”

Potentially, the capital cost allowance,
which would exclude assisting major
record companies, could “be a huge
boom” for the Canadian producer, says
Rosen.

“First of all, ther€'ll likely be a flood of
producers recording anything and
everything,” he says. “Then, there will be
selectivity, and a leveling out of production,
more in line with what the market will take.
Likely, there'll be a lot of leasing of masters
to record companies, who will do less A&R
work in Canada,” Rosen predicts. “And,
most likely, smaller independent labels will
concentrate more on marketing and
promotion, after leasing masters from in-
dependent producers.”

Executlve Production Opens

Rosen also says it will likely open up the
area of executive production, where one
person will obtain massive financing, then
contract a half dozen or so independent
producers to work for him.

CIRPA represents 80-85 independent
producers in this country, and Rosen says
all of them could benefit from capital cost
allowance. Robertson and CRIA,
meanwhile, represent 95 percent of the
record company business in the country.
They'll be chasing tax incentives. Both hope
they get what they're after.

More Coheslve Dialogue

“l feel that we'll now be able to engage in
more cohesive dialogue with the federal
government,” Robertson said of the resuits
of the election. “The PCs have always been
thoughtful of incentive for investment
programs.”

Aithough Rosen doubts CRIA will get
what they want, he says CIRPA will
probably get a revision to the Income Tax
regulations in the first Tory budget, likely to
be submitted in the fall.

Gilbert O’Sullivan Files Action With
Court Against Ex-Manager And Label

LONDON — Singer Gilbert O'Sullivan has
filed court proceedings against several
companies within the MAM organization
and his ex-manager, Gordon Mills, alleging
various actions regarding career guidance
and management that ultimately led the
singer into unfair or unreasonable situa-
tions.

Acting for O'Sullivan. the law firm of
Amhurst, Brown, Martin & Nicholson said
that these legal proceedings will raise im-
portant questions regarding the
relationship between popular song writers
and recording artists on one hand, and
their managers and record companies on
the other.

‘Breach of Contract’

The proceedings against Mills, who is
also chairman of the MAM organization,
aliege a breach of contract regarding his
responsibilities as O'Sullivan’'s manager.

Nippon-Columbia Discs
Report Record Earnings

TOKYO — Nippon-Columbia, a diversified
company with interests in recording
product and audio equipment, reported
earnings of 56 billion yen ($257.7 million)
for the fiscal year ending March 20, 1979,
up 11.3% from 1977-78. Net profits after
taxes reached 2 billion yen ($9.6 million), up
87.8% from 1977-78.
Nippon-Columbia’s record division
reported sales revenues of 22.8 billion yen
($104.9 million). up 15% over last year and
a new high for the division. The record divi-
sion accounted for 41% of Nippon-
Columbia’s revenues for 1977-78.

O'Sullivan contends that Mills failed to
properly guide, advise and promote the
singer’'s career.

Had the proper career guidance and ad-
vice been given, O'Sullivan further con-
tends. various contracts entered by him or
on his behalf would never have been
finalized, since they were not fair or
reasonable or in his best interests.

No Joint Publishing

O'Sullivan also claims that Mills had
failed to obtain a joint publishing agree-
ment, and that Mills charged him 5.000
pounds per year for the salary of a MAM
employee to carry out managerial services.
Mills. at the time. was also being paid the
usual manager’'s commission on all of
O'Sullivan’s earnings.

Mills has been living in the USA since
1976.

Complicated Action

The action, which covers contractual
arrangements made during most of
O'Sullivan's career, is a large and com-
plicated one, reflected by the fact that the
statement of claim is 67 pages.

Further court dates were unavailable at
press time.

Novelty Vs. Non-Novelty

One of the biggest commercial problems
with topical songs is that they tend to lose
popularity once the subject disappears
from the network news and the front pages
of newspapers. This represents less of a
problem for non-novelty tunes which just
happen to be about the crisis. Monument'’s
“Gas (Wish | Had a Friend in Iran)’ and
RCA’'s “(Who Was the Man Who Put) The
Line in Gasoline," recorded by Jerry Reed,
both fall into this category.

Tex Davis, national promotion director at
Monument, admits, “We're not setting the
world on fire” with the 45, and Jimi Fox at
Phonogram/Mercury, Monument's dis-
tributor, hypothesizes, “Maybe people are
so p--d off about the lines they don’t want to
hear about it on the radio.” But Davis
doesn't worry about the crisis’ effect on the
single.

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Computer Kinetics:

A Table Top Firm

by Marc Cetner

LOS ANGELES — Computer Kinetics,
creator of “Vega 21,” is now beginning to
enjoy success with its fatest games, “In-
Between” and “Chooz.” The new games are
in keeping with the Vega 21 tradition in that
they are small (about the size of an electric
typewriter), countertop computer games.

Chooz, a game which has been on the
market for about six months, is similar to
the acey ducey card game. In Chooz, a
computer randomly selects two numbers
and a player must make a bet on a number
in between those two numbers. Rather than
cards, numbers are involved. As the num-
bers rotate, the player must press a stop
button. If he activates the stop button on his
required number, he wins.

In-Between (on the market for the past
three months) is similar to Chooz, but is
more chance oriented. Chooz is skill orien-
ted in that to choose the appropriate num-
ber to win, a player must physically react by
pressing the stop button. However, in In-
Between. all that is required is that a player
place a bet and press a start button. The
machine stops where it randomly selects.
What one bets and an odds table determine
what he wins.

“The beauty of our gamesis that they are
high income machines that are easy to
carry and can fit on any countertop-bar,
hotel, pizza parlor etc.,” said J.P. Nelson,
cofounder of Computer Kinetics.

Nelson also said he believes that the
manufacturer was the first company to in-
troduce the concepts of the self-test device,
which isolates a game's mechanical
problem immediately, and the opto-
electronic coin detector, which detects the
presence of a valid coin by way of an in-
frared light.

As far as the future is concerned, Com-
puter Kinetics has a new game called “Draw
5" a table top game based on five card
draw poker, in full production. The
manufacturer is also getting into the export
market. “We are one of the few companies
that offers equipment that speaks different
languages,” noted Nelson. Computer
Kinetic's games are designed in such away
that language modules can be changed.

“We're a small but young company with a
lot of unique ideas,” offered Nelson, who
founded the computer games company
three years ago along with fellow electronic
engineer Rich Calverly.

Computer Kinetics now has a staff of 20
people and is located in Westlake Village,
California.

Business About Back To Normal For
Father And Son After Texas Tornado

CHICAGO — Jack and David Bock, a father
and son team who operate Lone Star
Music. Inc. in Wichita Falls, Texas, are
gradually recovering from the effects of a
devastating tornado which struck the area
at about dinner time on April 10, leaving
behind it tons of debris and 45 casualties.

In this town of over 100,000 people, 20,-
000 are without homes as aresult of the tor-
nado, among them, David Bock, 25, whose
home was completely destroyed.

Although Lone Star premises at 1008
Jacksboro Highway were untouched by the
tornado, David Bock told Cash Box, that
some seven or eight high income locations,
which housed new equipment, were
destroyed. “We estimate our equipment
losses to be about $30,000,” he noted.

Controlled ‘Bowling Alley’ Video Game

CHICAGO — The new “4-Player Bowling
Alley’ recently introduced by Midway
Manufacturing Co. is described as “dif-
ferent and far superior to any bowling game
in the market,” according to Stan Jarocki,
the factory's director of marketing.
Elaborating further, Jarocki explained that
the game offers a “realism in sound and pin
action that has to be experienced to be ap-
preciated.

This is a nice comeback album for Frampton, and his best
since the milestone “Frampton Comes Alive” LP.
