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EDITORIAL Precious Metals Or Fool's Gold? 

A tip of the hat goes to the RIAA for its recent deci- 
sion to require a 120 -day delay before issuing 
platinum and gold certifications. As RIAA president 
Stanley Gortikov stated, this change should "more 
realistically reflect early net sales." 

In an era of where gold is expected and platinum 
raises only one eyebrow, we believe that this delay 
will balance some of the recent changes in label 
shipping policies. While many albums deserve 
heavy initial shipments in an effort to capture every 
possible sale, most manufacturers have taken to 
pushing unnecessary amounts of albums at the 
retail community for ego, publicity and/or other 
varied reasons. Unfortunately, all of the positive 

reasons for heavy shipping have come back to 
haunt the labels because of the aforementioned 
misuse. 

We believe that a gold or platinum certification 
should be significant award for an artist and a label, 
and we think that the RIAA has helped to restore that 
significance. 

But, we also would like to see the RIAA take the in- 
itiative and create awards for albums selling five and 
ten million units, respectively, and two million 
singles. 

If what was once a very difficult goal to attain is of 
little significance today, it is time to give the industry 
new plateaus to strive toward.

April 30, 1955 

There can be little doubt that the economy of the 
United States is on the verge of one of its greatest 
eras of prosperity. And the effects of this bright 
future on the music and record fields will be spec- 
tacular ... The social changes which have oc- 
curred in the United States in the last two decades 
have all tended in the direction' of greater produc- 
tivity, greater distribution of wealth and greater 
leisure for the majority of the population. These 
changes ... can only affect the music and record 
business favorably. 

January 24, 1964 

The success of the Beatles in America could 
change the whole thinking of American record 
companies toward all British product. Until recen- 
tly, the British sound didn't fare very well in the 
States ... Now, however, everything seems to be 
coming up British ... It's quite obvious that the 
belief that "the British sound is too square for 
American teenagers" has been broken. And if our 
guess is correct, we'll be seeing more releases 
from the Isles on a regular basis. 

September 9, 1972 

Along with the boom in black music has come 
the increasing importance of black radio. It has 
reached the point where many of these outlets are 
competing effectively for share -of -audience with 
their Top 40 counterparts ... There is, however, a 
basic difference between the two ... (Black) sta- 
tions are generally operating on a less restrictive 
programming schedule, offering more time to not 
only the established recordings, but new entries 
... We believe this development is something Top 
40 radio should be weighing with considerable 
thought. 

October 7, 1978 

New artists are the lifeblood of the music 
business. This hackneyed phrase is certainly valid, 
but the practical application of this philosophy is 
not being developed to its fullest potential . .. We 
believe that there is a way to increase exposure 
and sales of records by these unknown artists ... 
We propose a sliding scale of suggested retail list 
prices to cover the various career stages that ar- 
tists pass through ... The basic concept is to make 
the struggling artist a more attractive purchase.

Radio Programmers Urged 
To Use Juke Box Research 

by Marc Cetner 
LOS ANGELES - Although juke box 
research has been a practiced form of radio 
analysis for years, very few radio program- 
mers have used the method of research ef- 
fectively. However, some radio pemsonnel 
are making strong inroads in this much 
neglected area, and finding it to be a useful 
programming tool. 

Dorfman Named 
Marketing Director 
For Cash Box 
LOS ANGELES - Mary Dorfman has been 
named as marketing director for Cash Box. 
The announcement was made by George 
Albert, president and publisher of Cash 
Box. 

Dorfman comes to Cash Box from a long 
background in label sales, working with na- 
tional retail accounts and setting up na- 
tional marketing plans for various record 
companies. Starting with Liberty Records 
in 1963 as a salesman for the Cincinnati, 
Dayton and Columbus areas, he later be- 
came branch manager for the label. 

He moved to Elektra Records in 1967, 
handling regional sales for the western U.S. 
until 1969, when he joined A&M Records. 
He worked midwest regional sa'es until 
1970, when he moved to Los Angeles and 
assumed the post of national sales direc- 
tor. In 1974, he became head of national ac- 
counts, a post he held until 1978. 

Mary Dorfman 

Various program directors, music direc- 
tors, coin machine operators and one stop 
representatives who are currently engaged 
in some form of juke box research. were 
recently interviewed on the subject, and 
agreed that the practice was an accurate 
gauge of public taste as well as a viable 
means of selling records. 

Pat Martin, program director. 
WSPT/Stevens Point explained his 
methodology on juke box research: "Every 
Monday morning I call the local juke box 
operator and ask what the Top Ten plays 
are (plays are gauged by a popularity coun- 
ter meter located in the back of the juke 
box), and also ask what is coming off the 
machine. Then I add those points into my 
chart overall which amalgamates various 
types of bars and establishments. Each 
place has its own type of clientele - one 
might be a 25-34 hangout, another a 35-49, 
and another an 18-30 hangout. I think this 
gives a good cross section of the 18+ 
listener taste that is unavailable 
elsewhere." 

Indicator Of Developing Trends 
Martin also cited juke box research as an 

accurate indicator of developing trends. He 
said that disco, for example, had not been a 
strong musical force in Wisconsin. But, as 
disco came onto the juke boxes it gained 
mass acceptance. 

Another aid that Martin feels juke box 
research supplies is in how to power a 
record. "It tells me, many times, when to in- 
crease play or how long to keep a record in 
strong rotation." 

Martin, who also consults several sta- 
tions, maintains that people don't realize 
that there are over a million juke boxes in 
the U.S., and that they can account for a 
million selling record. 

The WSPT program director's zeal for 
juke box research is further augmented by 
his theory, which he feels could open up a 
whole new area for record company 
marketing and exploitation. Martin main- 
tains that if record companies were to hire a 
marketing person that supplied operators 
with records immediately, they could in- 
crease singles sales dramatically. 

Martin added that it behooves a juke box 
operator to go on a record as fast as the in- 
fluential radio station in its area. He con- 
cluded that if they add the record quickly 
then they have a number of mini radio sta- 
tions all around the community, and a 
record can be popularized almost over- 
night.

Polygram Sales Set Record; 
U.S. Revenue Tripled in '78 

by Ken Terry 
NEW YORK - Worldwide revenues of the 
Polygram Group rose 24% to approx- 
imately $1.2 billion in 1978 from just over 
one billion dollars in 1977, according to the 
company's recently released annual report. 

Polygram's recorded music division. 
which accounted for 86% of its revenues in 
1978, is the first record operation to 
surpass $1 billion in sales in one year. 
Polygram's recorded music and music 
publishing divisions together contributed 
more than 95% of the Group's revenues in 
1978. 

Meanwhile, Polygram's U.S. music and 
record sales rose approximately 300% over 
1977 levels. This is especially significant in 
light of the fact that U.S. sales of RSO 
Records and Casablanca Record and 
FilmWorks, both of which are partly owned 
by Polygram, were not included in the com- 
pany's consolidated sales statement. 

The annual report does note, however, 
that 20 of the 102 LPs and six of the ten 
singles that were certified platinum by the 
RIAA in 1978 were recorded by artists on 
labels distributed by Polygram Distribution, 
Inc. Towering over this select group of ar- 
tists, of course, were the Bee Gees. The 
RSO soundtrack to "Saturday Night Fever," 
featuring the Bee Gees, sold more than 25 
million copies worldwide, making it the 
largest -grossing album in the history of 
recorded music. 

Far -Flung Enterprise 
Owned jointly by Philips in Holland and 

Siemens in West Germany, the Polygram 
Group consists of five divisions operating in 
31 countries, with over 13,600 employees. 
Beside the records and music publishing 
divisions, Polygram includes the direct 
marketing and trading division, the TV-Film 
division and the video division. 

Since 1972, Poiygram B.V./GmbH has 
functioned as a management and holding 
company, with headquarters in Baarn in the 
Netherlands and Hamburg in the Federal 
Republic of Germany. In 1978, Coen 
Solleveld, president of the Polygram 
Group, moved his base of operations to 
New York, while maintaining the offices in 
Baarn and Hamburg. 

Also in 1978, Polygram combined 
Phonogram International and Polydor In- 
ternational into a new administrative entity 
known as Polygram Record Operations. 
Phonogram is represented primarily by the 
Philips and Mercury labels and Polydor by 
Deutsche Grammophon and Polydor. In 
the U.S., Polygram Distribution Inc. also 
handles product on RSO, Casablanca and 
Capricorn, among others. Overseas, 
Polygram has regional distribution deals 

with A&M, Chrysalis, ECM, MCA, Polar 
Music, the Barclay Group, Casablanca, 
20th Century, Charisma, Rocket and RSO, 
as well as with many individual artists. 

The music publishing division of 
Polygram includes Chappell and Intersong, 
two of the biggest international publishing 
houses. According to the company report, 
the division "recorded a dramatic increase 
in turnover in 1978 which represented the 
best year in the division's history." 

Major contributors to Chappell's 
publishing success were the RSO catalog, 
including the "Grease" film score, and 
songs performed by Earth, Wind & Fire, 
Barry Manilow, City Boy and Anne Murray. 
During 1978, Chappell signed Marvin 
Hamlisch and Carole Bayer Sager, who 
collaborated on the Neil Simon musical, 
"They're Playing Our Song." 

Long-term agreements were signed by 
Intersong with Fleetwood Mac, Sweet, Blue 
Oyster Cult, the Boomtown Rats and the 
Shirts. A sub -publishing deal was made

CBS, Capitol Hike 
List Price On 45s 
NEW YORK - CBS and Capitol Records 
have both raised their list prices on singles 
from $1.29 to $1.49. In addition, Capitol has 
raised its wholesale price on albums from 
$4.01 to $4.13 for subdistributors and from 
$4.08 to $4.20 for retailers. 

A statement issued by CBS read, "Effec- 
tive July 9, CBS Records will increase the 
suggested list price of all seven inch discs 
released after that date to $1.49 from $1.29 
and eliminate its free goods policy (25 on 
100) as a part of the pricing on new singles. 
CBS Records will offer free goods on 
singles programs only when special 
marketing conditions require. The new pre- 
fixes for CBS Records singles will be: 
Columbia 1, Portrait 2, Epic 9, and Asso- 
ciated Labels ZS9. CBS Records' prices to 
subdistributors will be 69e and to dealers 
77e. 

"All singles released before July 9 will 
continue to carry a suggested retail list 
price of $1.29 with no change on the free 
goods policy of 25 on 100 purchased. The 
effective price on these ourchases will con- 
tinue to be 59e for sub -distributors and 
65.6e to dealers." 

According to Dennis White, senior vice 
president of marketing for Capitol Records, 
Capitol's wholesale price rises would be 
"the same as WEA's," and "for the same 
reasons" (see Cash Box, June 30).

U BC P Press Conference Tells 
Of Boycott Of Black Acts

LOS ANGELES - The United Black Con- 
cert Promoters (UBCP), at press confer- 
ences held simultaneously last week in 
Philadelphia and Los Angeles, called upon 
black performers to support black promot- 
ers in their efforts to secure additional 
bookings for national concert tours. 

The UBCP, which was formed four 
months ago as an offshoot of the Black 
Music Association, reportedly represents 
90% of the black promoters in the country. 
Members say they will boycott white 
promoters whose practice it is to subcon- 
tract concerts through black promoters, 
thereby having them do all the work for only 
a small percentage of the profits. 

Dick Griffey, spokesman for the group at 
the Los Angeles press conference said, 
"Black music is the only natural resource 
that black people have in America. It is past 
time when we should not only be dancing 
and singing, but also start taking charge of 
the business of money." 

Principal target of the organization's dis- 
content is International Tour Consultants 
principal Dick Klotzman. The Baltimore 
based firm is presently booking the Teddy 
Pendergrass tour. Alive Management, 
which represents Pendergrass, has stated 
that "in 90% of the dates booked a black 
promoter was offered a full partnership." 

But according to Griffey, this is not 
enough. "Since there is no black promoter 
that I know of that can book a big white per- 
former, major black artists should insist 

that black promoters be used on théir 
tours, to prevent the self -dealing atmo- 
sphere that presently exists between white 
managers and promoters. Since it is evi- 
dent how the white managers and promot- 
ers take care of each other, black promot- 
ers and artists should do the same," he

GRT Reeling After 
Bank Asks For 
Loan Repayment

LOS ANGELES - GRT Corporation has 
fired Gordon Edwards, president and chief 
operating officer, and requested the 
National Association of Securities Dealers 
(Nasdaq System) to suspend trading of its 
common stock following a Bank of America 
demand that the company immediately 
repay more than $6 million in secured loans 
and the discovery of a $150,000 loan to an 
officer that was not authorized by.the board 
of directors. 

A company statement issued July 4 

revealed the actions taken by the GRT 
board of directors in a meeting held the day 
before to deal with the financial crisis. 
(The company admitted its inability to 
satisfy the bank's demand in a July 1 

release.) 
"The board has retained special counsel 

to negotiate with the Bank of America with 
respect to the bank's demand for repay- 
ment of approximately $6 million of 
secured indebtedness to the bank from

Elton John Sets 
Fall Tour Plans 
LOS ANGELES - Elton John will embark 
on his first tour of the United States since 
1976 this fall. The MCA recording artist will 
perform 40 concerts during the extensive 
tour. 

John just completed successful tours of 
the United Kingdom, Europe, Israel and the 
U.S.S.R. and has aptly titled the U.S. tour, 
"Back In The U.S.S.A." He will perform 
(as in the other countries) with per- 
cussionist Ray Cooper. 

The two -month tour begins in Phoenix, 
Arizona on Sept. 19, and includes the 
following major cities: Atlanta, Berkeley, 
Boston, Chicago, Dallas, Detroit, Houston, 
Los Angeles, Nashville, New York, 
Philadelphia, Toronto and Washington, 
D.C. 

Carly Simon has long been one of rock 
music's most revered and publicized fe- 
male singer/songwriters. Her song lyrics 
have always been candid looks at sexuality 
and intimate psychological problems that 
have revealed her own persona and also hit 
home with the public. 

"You're So Vain," an introspective look at 
a celebrity through the eyes of a shunned 
lover, became Simon's first gold selling 
single in 1973. The prior November, Carly 
received her first gold wedding band from 
singer/songwriter James Taylor. 

Since that time Carly has been awarded 
three gold albums ("Anticipation," "Hot - 
cakes," and "The Best Of Carly Simon"), 
two platinum LPs ("No Secrets" and "Boys 
In The Trees") and two children (Benjamin 
Simon and Sarah Maria). 

Simon's sensual singing and keen in - 
studio performance ability is more varied 
than ever on her new "Spy" LP. She cuts 
loose and belts out some of her lustiest 
vocals to date on full bore rockers like 
"Vengeance" and "Pure Sin" and yet shows 
her subtle voice shadings on a ballad like 
"Just Like You Do." The album is especial- 
ly noteworthy for the appearance and aug- 
mentation of Simon's sound by sax man ex- 
traordinaire David Sanborn and pianist 
Warren Bernhardt. 

However, the album's centerpiece is a 
composition entitled "Memorial Day," 
which iS sort of a jazz suite. It begins like a 

typical ballad and then evolves into vary- 
ing dramatic rhythmic structures. It is her 
most ambitious work to date. 

Although her career has blossomed into 
gold and platinum record certifications, 
Simon has always devoted an equal 
amount of time to her family life as well 
as her music. The ability to balance her pop 
star image with her role as mother is in evi- 
dence when she says, "I'm not just one 
person, nor do I define myself. My image 
changes a lot according to how I feel physi- 
cally or my mood or whether I feel angry 
about something." 

Feelings aside, the world always has had 
an eye on her and its ears on her music for 
years, and you can be sure more fans will 
be "spying" on the beautiful songstress in 
the future.

Promoter Vallon Stakes Claim 
On L.A., Southwest Territory

LOS ANGELES - Larry Vallon, with the 
financial backing of Colorado promoter 
Barry Fey, has opened a new concert 
promotion company in Los Angeles. His 
competition is stiff, with Wolf & Rissmiller, 
Avalon Attractions, and Concerts West 
well -entrenched in the market while 
several outdoor venues are also in full 
swing.

But Vallon, after 10 years at Wolf & 

Rissmiller, understands the situation. His 
plan to establish Larry Vallon Presents calls 
for booking a lot of lesser known acts, jazz 
artists and local interest groups. His first 
shows have included the New Barbarians in 

San Diego and Pat Metheny and Billy 
Thorpe in separate shows at the Santa 
Monica Civic. On the agenda are Earl Klugh 
and Nick Gilder at the Civic. 

"I'm going to take some bands away from 
other promoters because of special 
relationships I've developed, but most big 
acts already have allegiances to the other 
promoters," admits Vallon. "So my thrust 
has to be toward new acts and taking 
chances that the 'fat cats' won't. I've got to 
work the 'leftovers,' new wave groups and 
local bands to make up for the loyalties I 

can't get. I may have lost money on the 
Metheny show, but next time he'll fill the 
place - and that's the way you develop 
loyalties." 

Banking On Jazz 
Booking jazz acts like Metheny and 

Klugh is a big part of Vallon's plan to es- 
tablish his company in the L.A. market. 

"With the competition I've got in this 
market, I've got to be creative," Vallon 
notes. "I'm developing a 'Jazz at the Beach' 
series at the (Santa Monica) Civic starting 
with Klugh July 29 and Gato Barbieri in 
August. These guys and Metheny and 
others like them can have success on the 
scale of a George Benson or Chuck 
Mangione. 

"In September, I want to put Jan and 
Dean in the Civic with some surf movies, 
and I'd like to do a weekend with Randy 
Hansen. You can't just jump in the business 
and make money, though. It's a long 
process to learn and to survive and to han- 
dle what you've got. I know the value of 
sponsors and endorsements and tradeoffs

Musician Lowell George Stricken 
By Heart Attack In D.C.; Dead At 34 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - Musician -producer 
Lowell George, who formed Little Feat in 
1971 and saw the release of his premiere 
solo album this April, died June 29 at age 
34. After suffering chest pains at his hotel 
here, George was found unconscious by his 
wife, Elizabeth, and was pronounced dead 
of an apparent heart attack at Arlington 
Hospital. An autopsy report is still pending. 

George led Little Feat through eight 
years and eight albums of rock music which 
won critical acclaim but only limited com- 
mercial success. The group officially dis- 
banded earlier this year and George began 
a tour on his own in conjunction with his 
Warner Brothers album release, "Thanks 
I'll Eat It Here." 

The night before his death, George had 
played to a sellout crowd at Washington's 
Lisner Auditorium. He had performed 11 

concerts in seven cities in the two 
preceeding weeks. 

A native of Los Angeles, George made 

his performing debut in 1951 on the Ted 
Mack Amateur Hour in a harmonica debut 
with his brother. He dropped out of high 
school to form his own rock band, the Fac- 
tory. 

Discovered By Zappa 
That group soon faded from the scene 

but its producer, Frank Zappa, picked 
George to play guitar with his band, The 
Mothers of Invention. George also played 
briefly with the Standells and The Seeds 
and produced albums for the GTOs, Valerie 
Carter and, most recently, the Grateful 
Dead. He gained fame, if not superstar 
status, as a master slide guitarist, skillful 
songwriter and producer. Among the songs 
to his credit were "Dixie Chicken," "Willin'," 
"Sailin' Shoes" and "Rocket in my Pocket." 
He was especially well liked within the rock 
community itself. 

George is survived by his wife and four 
children, ages four to 10, two of them from 
his previous marriage.

The Jones Girls 
The Jones Girls, whose bulleting single, 

"You're Gonna Make Me Love Somebody 
Else," may turn out to be one of the sum- 
mer's biggest hits, are brand new arrivals 
on the pop music scene. Yet Shirley, 
Brenda, and Valorie Jones have been sing- 
ing together for the last 20 years. 

Shirley, the oldest of the Jones Girls (who 
are only three years apart in age), was born 
in 1953. She explains that, in 1958, her 
mother, Mary Frazier Jones, a gospel 
singer who lived in Detroit, took her and her 
sisters to church on Sunday to sing with 
her. The girls have been singing together 
ever since. 

"It was incredible training," Shirley 
recalls. "Mr. Scott was fantastic, and we 
came up with other young Detroit groups 
like the Dramatics and Enchantment. We 
learned a lot about performing, and it was 
really invaluable for us. We did a lot of 
Supremes stuff and standards like "Moon 
River" and "There's A Place For Us." 

Then came a stint with the Detroit -based 
lnvictus Records, which was formed by 
Holland -Dozier -Holland. The girls cut a few 
45s which were played regionally, and 
shortly afterwards they cut some more 45s 
for the Chicago -based Curtom label. 

The singles, however, attracted no 
national attention, and in 1974 Shirley 
decided to move to Los Angeles. She ran 
into an old friend from Detroit, McKinley 
Jackson, who helped her obtain studio ses- 
sion work singing background for artists 
like Aretha Franklin, Ben E. King and La- 
mont Dozier. Her sisters soon joined 
Shirley, and she says, "we barely made 
enough to support ourselves doing studio 
work." 

But, late in 1975, Jackson overheard a 

conversation at Motown Records. Diana 
Ross was looking for back-up singers, but 
she just wasn't satisfied with what she had 
been hearing. Jackson promptly arranged 
an audition for the Jones Girls and Ross 
hired them. 

Shirley, Brenda and Valorie toured with 
Ross for the next two years in Europe, the 
United States and Japan, and cut several 
albums with her including "Live At The 
Ahmanson." Probably the most significant 
concert date they did with Ross, though, 
was in March, 1978 in Philadelphia. For the 
first time, Ross allowed the girls a segment 
of their own during the show, and the Jones 
Girls took advantage of the opportunity, 
delivering a set of songs that earned a 

standing ovation. And, as fate would have it, 
Kenny Gamble and Leon Huff were in the 
audience. 

Shirley recalls that she received a phone 
call from Gamble after the show, and con- 
tractual negotiations were officially un- 
derway. The Jones signed with 
Philadelphia International and came to 
Sigma Sound Studios in Philadelphia that 
summer to record their debut album. 

"It took us about six weeks," Shirley says, 
"and Mr. Gamble said that was the fastest 
he'd done an album in a long, long time. 
We're really pleased with the way it turned 
out. I think there's something on the album 
that at least everybody can like - some 
disco, some ballads,and some jazz playing. 
And while they could have picked an all - 
disco album, we were very happy that they 
chose sorne songs with meaning. Gamble 
and Huff believe in a message, and so do 
we." 

M. Nightingale 
Although Windsong recording artist 

Maxine Nightingale's single "Lead Me On" 
bulleted into the Top 40 of the Cash Box 
Pop Singles chart last week, the album 
from which "Lead Me On" broke loose con- 
tains something for everyone - not only for 
pop enthusiasts. The "Hideaway" track is a 

pulsating disco number which should do 
very well when it's released as a 12" in the 
near future. Other cuts on the LP 
demonstrate her equal ease and artistry 
with R&B, rock 'n' roll and MOR. 

A hit bulleting single is not a new 
phenomenon for the British -born and bred 
27 -year -old singer. Her debut single "Right 
Back Where We Started From" sold more 
than two million records in 1976. 

The path that led to these successes 
began early in life for Nightingale. In her 
mid -teens she formed a semi-professional 
band with musicians her own age. They 
played local cabarets for several years, 
performing contemporary American soul 
numbers. 

During this period, Maxine caught the at- 
tention of one of the cabarets' managers, 
who enrolled her in London's prestigious 
Guildhall School of Music. Contacts at the 
school helped her land the lead role of 
"Sheila" in the London company of Hair. 
The young musical actrress later toured 
with the show in Germany, one of two 
productions in the country at that time, the 
other starring Donna Summer. 

The versatility Maxine demonstrates as a 

recording artist extends beyond the music 
world. After her stint in Hair, the homesick 
performer returned to London and debuted 
in the legitimate theater, starring opposite 
Paul Scofield in Savages. 

Her friend Pierre Tubbs at United Artists 
Records took her into the studio to work on 
a project. Maxine recalls, "I didn't really think 
much of the tune. We recorded it in bits and 
pieces over a rather long period of time." 

She didn't hear anything about the single 
for six months. "I thought for sure it had 
been shelved. Then one night I got out of 
the shower to answer the phone, and it was 
a friend telling me she just heard my new 
release on the radio." The song was the 
platinum -selling "Right Back Where We 
Started From." The single was also 
featured on the soundtrack for Siapshot, a 

film starring Paul Newman. 
In addition to an album featuring that 

single, Maxine continued her business 
relationship with United Artists for two 
more albums, "Love Lines" and "Nightlife." 
When friend and mentor Al Teller left Un- 
ited Artists to go to Windsong, Maxine 
departed with him. "Lead Me On" is her 
debut LP for the label. 

Maxine is also writing a musical, whose 
concept, she says, is so original that she's 
not yet ready to reveal the plot. This project 
should allow her to use her knowledge of 
the theater and music in creating a suc- 
cessful work. 

For the future, Nightingale sees herself 
getting more involved in rock 'n' roll. In ad- 
dition, her upcoming album, which she'll 
record in September, will feature more 
ballads. And there will be room for a disco 
track or two. "I love disco," she says. "It 
reflects the energy of the times." 

That just might be the best way to 
describe this versatile pop, disco, and R&B 
singer and actress. 
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EXECUTIVES ON THE MOVE 
20th Century -Fox 
Expects Profit In 
'79 2nd Quarter 
LOS ANGELES - Earnings "between 75 
cents to 85 cents per share" are expected 
for the second quarter of 1979, said 20th 
Century -Fox Film Corp. chairman and chief 
executive Dennis C. Stanfill. While the es- 
timates of second quarter earnings are 
down over 50'/ from last year (due 
primarily to the overwhelming success of 
"Star Wars" at that time), 20th Century -Fox 
officials credited the current film "Alien" as 
a prime source of revenue and optimism for 
1979. 

Looking forward to worldwide distribu- 
tion for "Alien" and other upcoming pro- 
jects scheduled for the third and fourth 
quarters, Stanfill stated, "We are optimistic 
that we will have a good year in 1979."

SOUNDVEWS 
ABC FORMS VIDEO WING - Following the lead of WCI, ABC, Inc. has announced its en- 
try into the video field with the formation of ABC Video Enterprises. Like WCI Home Video, 
ABC Video Enterprises has been set up for the purposes of marketing prerecorded video 
software and is expected to draw on programming material available through ABC's televi- 
sion, radio and publishing divisions, although specific projects have yet to be announced. 
Distribution plans for product from the new division are also not clear at this time. 
Significantly, though, ABC is the first corporate owner of a major television network to set 
up a video wing and CBS has been considering a similar move. Herbert A. Granath, for- 
merly ABC vice president and assistant to ABC head Elton Rule, will oversee the video divi- 
sion and report to Frederick S. Pierce, exec VP of ABC, Inc. and president of ABC Televi- 
sion. 
CES FIRST - Accessibility for local retail sales people was the rationale behind the first 
regional Consumer Electronics Show held at the Los Angeles Hilton June 30 - July 2. 

Although the great majority of new products was shown at the summer CES in Chicago 
there were some surprises in L.A. Tandberg of Norway introduced their new TCD 440A 
cassette deck. The first metal tape -ready cassette deck was produced by Tandberg and 
with their new DYNEQ dynamic equilization system, the TCD 440A is claimed to be the first 
cassette deck in the industry without "cassette sound." Optonica, a subsidiary of Sharp 
Electronics, displayed a prototype of the model 7705 turntable featuring their APLD 
system which allows the user to program any desired sequence of record cuts. Sharp uses 
the APLD system in their new VHS video cassette recorder which makes searching for 
video selections very easy. Believe it or not, there was evidence at the show that quad 
decoders are coming back. Fosgate Electronics of Arizona displayed car and home elec- 
tronics using the Tate SO Decoder Chip that produced four channels of sound with good 
separation. Peter Scheiber, the creator of matrixed four -channel demonstrated his 
decoder at the Chicago CES and it was extremely effective. The only problem is that there 
are virtually no four channel records out. Bob Carver, formally of Phase Linear, had his 
Sonic Hologram preamp on display but not demonstrated. Carver did amaze the crowds in 

Chicago where it was demonstrated. People who heard the preamp experienced a spread 
of sound well beyond the speakers as well as subtleties in music never heard before. 

METAL TAPE - Chicago CES saw an explosion in cassette decks that can handle the new 
metal particle tapes being introduced by various manufacturers. TDK introduced their 
MA -R metal cassette that has the tape enclosed in a die-cast metal frame with a new tape 
transport system which TKD calls its Reference Standard System. Phillips High Fidelity 
Laboratories recently announced their entry into the U.S. tape market with a complete line 
of cassettes. Phillip's new metal tape is unique in that it can be used in the record and erase 
modes with any cassette deck that is equipped with chromium dioxide switches, which a 

great majority of decks have. Fuji Magnetic Tape also announced delivery dates and 
prices. Many metal decks were demonstrated with Scotch Metafine tape, which started the 
metal tape revolution. Metal tape is an incredible improvement over current oxide tape for- 
mulations and its potential in both audio and video cassettes is enormous. The greatest 
potential in the near future could possibly exist in the car stereo market in the form of 
microcassettes. Olympus Corp. exhibited a microcassette recorder operating at 15/16 ip§. 
that had a high frequency response out to 15,000 Hz., which is as good as FM radio. When 
you consider the minute size of a microcassette as compared to a conventional cassette 
you can see how much easier a car stereo designer's job would be, especially with cars 
getting smaller every year. 
DIRECT -DISC NEWS - At both CES shows direct -disc producers were very visible. 
Crystal -Clear Records, Realtime Records, Century Records, American Gramophone, 
Salisbury Laboratories, Nautilus Recordings, and Direct -Disc Labs all experienced heavy 
interest by retailers. Audio-Technica's StandarDisc series exhibited audiophile quality 
analog records by Gale Maximum Fidelity, direct -to -disc from RCA, Telarc, Toshiba EMI, 
and Umbrella Records. 

DIGITAL DISCS - Audio Technica-distributed recordings by Telarc and Denon PCM 
discs distributed by Discwasher were demonstrated on some state-of-the-art sound 
systems and occasional looks of amazement were evident on listener's faces. 

PINK FLOYD REISSUE - Mobile Fidelity Records announced the availability of the half - 

speed mastered recording of Pink Floyd's "Dark Side of the Moon," long considered a 

classic in recording techniques by rock fans. 
VIDEO CLIPS - Video Tape Network of New York is currently marketing a series of video 
cassettes for the home VCRs in both the Beta and WHS formats. Titles scheduled for 
August include Thin Lizzy's "Live And Dangerous At The Rainbow," an in -concert tape with 
documentary sequences; Raw Energy, a punk documentary shot in London which features 
The Sex Pistols, Eddie and the Hotrods, X -Ray Spex and others; Boomtown Rats' "A Tonic 
For The Troops;" "A Decade of Black Sabbath," featuring the heavy-metal group's 
greatest hits; Sad Cafe, recorded at the Victorian Palace, and Cabaret; focusing 
on assorted new wave acts and intercut with black and white cartoon material ... 
Bearsville recording artist Todd Rundgren has been very busy in the video disc field of late. 
He has just completed work on a video disc for RCA recording artist Tomita's "The 
Planets." Rundgren's new LP with Utopia will also be the first rock 'n' roll record to be seen 
as well as heard through the video techniques combining literal interpretation of the 
material, both conventional and computerized animation with Utopia concert footage .. . 

In Production - A&M has wrapped up work on an Atlantic Starr 16 mm film, featuring 
"Let's Rock and Roll" and "Kissin' Power." Also completed and available for in-store use is 

Peter Frampton's film. with "I Can't Stand It No More" and "Feet Back On The Ground." Still 
in production are Tim Curry's"Paradise Garage" and "I Do The Rock" films... Motown will 
be releasing a Switch commercial in August, featuring "The Best Beat In Town," for all ma- 
jor markets ... Soon to be available to retailers is the long-awaited KISS video, featuring "I 

was Made For Lovin' You" and live in -concert footage. This should be a hot in-store item. In 

the planning stages are Donna Summer and Village People videos. Now available is the 
Sylvers video, with performances of "Dance Right Now" and "Hoochie, Koochie Dancin'." 
REVERSIBLE VIDEO CASSETTE - N.V. Philips plans to introduce their new video 
cassette recording system, VIDEO 2000, at the International Audio -Video Fair in Berlin at 
the end of August. The videocassette is the size of a paperback book and it has the 
capability of recording 8 hours of audio and video information, utilizing a 1/2" tape split into 
two tracks placed on top of each other. Tape price is estimated at about $5.00 per hour.

LOW BUDGET - The Kinks - Arista AB 4240 - Producer: 
Ray Davies - List: 7.98 

Master Raymond and the boys get low down on low budget, 
and come up with one of their grittiest rock albums yet. Davies' 
lyrics are as topical as ever and one song, "Little Bit Of Emo- 
t on," should become a Kinks classic. "Wish I Could Fly Like 
Superman" is a disco hit, and this LP is a gem. The Kinks are 
and always will be one of rock 'n' roll's reigning bands. 

THE EDGAR WINTER ALBUM - Edgar Winter - Blue Sky JZ- 
35989 - Producer: Edgar Winter and Tom Moulton - List 7.98 

Edgar's new LP is chocked full of light, bouncy rhythm & 
blues songs, funky rhythms and interesting synthesizer 
settings. The days of "Frankenstein" are long gone, as Edgar's 
new funky style is in full bloom on this lushly produced record. 
Edgar's voice is soothing and bluesy here, especially on "It's 
Your Life To Live." 

H.A.P.P.Y. RADIO - Edwin Starr - 20th Century Fox - T-91 - Producer: Edwin Starr - List: 7.98 
The title cut on this LP will have disco folks goin' until last call. 

The smooth disco is augmented by lots of congas, percussion 
and female harmonies. However the star here is Starr. His 
throaty, passionate vocals spirit the easygoing dancin' music on 
the LP. "It's Called The Rock" and the title tune are the album's 
featured cuts. 

HONEST LULLABY - Joan Baez - Portrait JR 35766 - 
Producer: Barry Beckett - List: 7.98 

This folk queen is still capable of raising a few eyebrows 
lyrically, as she does on the self -penned title tune. Those familiar 
mournful vocals are especially effective on "The Song At The 
End Of The Movie," a classic ballad, and Jackson Browne's ode 
to nuclear disaster "Before The Deluge." For AOR formats.

This is a beauty of a debut LP, as Hotel pulls out all the stops

Judge In P irate C ase Upholds

NEW YORK - Motions by Super Dupers, 
Inc., and its principal, George Tucker, to 
suppress evidence of sound recording 
piracy gathered by FBI agents in a raid on a 

tape duplicating plant in Hashbrouck 
Heights, N.J., and to dismiss nine counts of 
a subsequent indictment charging wire 
fraud were dismissed by Judge Thomas C. 

Platt of the U.S. District Court for the 
Eastern District of New York. 

The defendants, who were indicted by a 

federal grand jury in January on 29 counts 
of racketeering, wire fraud, and illegal 
reproduction and distribution of 
copyrighted sound recordings, had argued 
that the government's affidavit in support of 
the search warrant failed to set forth facts 
and circumstances from which the 
magistrate could conclude that probable

Musiverse, which is wholly owned by 
Polygram, Inc., will serve as a division of 
Phonogram/Mercury Records, according 
to Fach. 

The veteran music business executive 
also stated that he planned to "get involved 
in all facets of the careers of the artists we 
sign, from finding the right manager and 
agency to promotion and publicity to studio 
production." 

Fach said he initially planned to sign two 
acts, Pfun, an R&B/disco band, and 
singer/songwriter Kiernan Kane to 
Musiverse. Both acts, he stated, are slated 
to sign contracts with Phonogram/Mer- 
cury. 

Fach also announced the appointment of 
Sarah Sherrill, a former North Carolina - 
based disc jockey. as his administrative 
assistant, Fach said he might add a full- 
time promotion person to the company 
later, but he stressed the small "per- 
sonalized" nature of Musiverse. 

In addition, Fach said that he would con- 
tinue to work with Phonogram/Mercury 
acts that he helped to develop, such as the 
Bar -Kays, Con Funk Shun. and Bohannon, 
in an executive production capacity.

cause existed. They also contended that 
the information in the affidavit was too 
"stale" to support a finding of probable 
cause; that the government made inten- 
tional false statements in the affidavit; and 
that nine counts of wire fraud should be dis- 
missed for being based on contrived 
jurisdiction. 

In dismissing the defendants' contention 
that the seized evidence was obtained in 

violation of their Fourth Amendment right 
to be free from unreasonable searches and 
seizures, Judge Platt held that the govern- 
ment's knowledge of the defendant's piracy 
operations, gleaned from their own in- 
vestigation, was buttressed by information 
obtained from informants also involved in 
piracy activities and was therefore suf- 
ficient probable cause for the search and 
seizure warrants to be executed. 

Tips Sufficient 
With respect to the defendant's allega- 

tion that the information in the govern- 
ment's affidavit was so dated that any 
probable cause had dissipated by the time 
the warrant was issued, Judge Platt cited 
informants' tips dated from July 5, July 24 
and November 22, 1978 as being sufficient 
to support a finding of probable cause, 
adding that the government's affidavit 
"recited facts indicating activity of a 

protracted and continuous nature, a course 
of conduct," on the part of the defendant, 
George Tucker. 

Finally, with respect to the motion to 
dismiss the wire fraud counts in the indict- 
ment, Judge Platt declared: "Given the fre- 
quency over a period of several months of 
telephone calls between George Tucker in 
New Jersey and Federal agents operating a 

record retail outlet in New York, the record 
presented before us justifies the conclu- 
sion that these interstate calls constituted 
or were part of a deliberate and sustained 
course of conduct on the part of the defen- 
dants and that the government should not 
be denied the opportunity to prove that they 
were designed to promote a criminally 
fraudulent scheme."

LOWELL GEORGE INTERVIEW - In an interview on the eve of his death, Lowell George 
reflected on his career change and plans for the future. Relaxing backstage at 

Washington's Lisner Auditorium, he told Cash Box Washington correspondent Joanne 
Ostrow he was having more fun playing on this solo tour than he'd had with Little Feat, 
"and we never play the same thing the same way twice." How did he feel about the 
band's breakup? "Relieved in some ways and very sad in others ... it was the breakup 
of a marriage that lasted 10 years, of people that all moved in different directions but 
moved together. Then things changed and we moved apart." Could Little Feat ever get 
back together? "Absolutely," he said. "As far as I'm concerned, I see no reason why the 
band cannot get back together. Even with different personnel. I don't know why it 

shouldn't" ... How had his songwriting 
changed lately? "The first time the band 
broke up in 1975, I became greedy to 
experience other music," George said. 
"And I wrote tunes like `Roil 'Em Easy: 
tunes that were low intensity, that 
weren't really of the genre that Little Feat 
was into. And tonight, as a matter of fact. 
is the first time I've performed that song 
in three or four years." Lowell talked 
about his health, explaining he'd can- 
celled a radio interview that afternoon 
because of "an upper respiratory dif- 
ficulty." He said he had learned a lesson 
after a bout with infectious hepatitus: 
"Now I will drink straight alcohol but not 
a quart at a sitting and I won't try to stay 
awake five nights in a row" . .. He said 
he was thankful to Warner Bros. for 
letting him "get the solo experience and 

learn by my mistakes. By the time I got through (recording 'Thanks I'll Eat It Here'). I 

knew exactly what I had done wrong," he said. "And next time around I'm not going to 
do a lot of things that I did ..." Sadly, there will be no next time. 
NEW YORK'S NEW PORT - The dust has finally settled after the completion of the 
Newport Jazz Festival, most of which was held in New York City. The verdict on this 
year's jazz extravaganza, unfortunately, is not entirely favorable. There were, in fact, 
many disappointing double -bill concerts. Some of the musicians involved barely had 

any connection to jazz; some were just plain mediocre; and other, more talented acts 
were simply disappointing. There were, of course, some highlights, and they included 
performances by Cecil Taylor, Sonny Rollins. Muddy Waters, and the Art Ensemble of 
Chicago. 
INK SPOTS - Some books about music out recently: "Blues Who's Who, A 

Biographical Dictionary of Blues Singers" by Sheldon Harris. Published by Arlington 
House. this volume prompted critic Stanley Dance to comment. "it does for the blues 
what Leonard Feather and John Chilton had previously done for jazz"..:Where Have 
They Gone? Rock n' Roll Stars" by Doug Payne and Bruce McColm. Published by 
Tempo Books, the book features interviews with 30 rock singers whose star faded a 

long, long time ago ... "Sun Records: The Brief History of the Legendary Record Label" 
by Colin Escott and Martin Hawkins. Published by Quick Fox, the book lays out the 
story of the label that gave the world Elvis Presley, Jerry Lee Lewis, Carl Perkins, B.B. 
King and Johnny Cash ... Also from Quick Fox comes "The Buddy Holly Story" by 
John Goldrosen. Lotsa pix and interviews with the Crickets ... Then there's a tome put 
out by Crown, authored by Dick Weissman, called "The Music Business: Career Op- 
portunities and Self -Defense." This book contains about as much insight into the music 
business as Pravda does about behind -the -scenes Kremlin politics. In other words. 
practically none. 
RUST NEVER SLEEPS, THOUGH MOVIEGOERS MIGHT - Neil Young's "Rust Never 
Sleeps" was finally screened in New York last week. For Young fans, it may be con- 
sidered a worthwhile affair because the movie does provide a thorough documentation 
of a superb Young concert that covers all his classic material, presented both 
acoustically and with an electric band. But for someone who isn't a die-hard Young fan. 
the movie can only be considered sloppy, pretentious, poorly edited and - worst of all - boring, although Young's actual performance is certainly not boring. In fact, it's a 

shame the film is so murky, because the music it chronicles represents one of the finest 
bodies of work by a contemporary songwriter. But all those shots of the monk -like 
roadies setting up the stage - who cares? What does it add to the film? The answer 
may be rooted in Young's description of 
himself as "Bernard Shakey, amateur 
filmmaker" in an interview with Rolling 
Stone earlier this year. Anyway, at least 
Young wrote some tremendous new 
songs for the film, and as a result, the 
soundtrack is excellent, much better 
than the movie!

Owners Of Studio 54 
Cited On Tax Charges 
NEW YORK - Two owners of Studio 54, 

Steve RubelI and Ian Schrager, have been 
indicted on Federal income-tax charges in- 
volving more than $2.5 million allegedly 
skimmed from the receipts of the Manhat- 
tan discotheque. 

The third owner of the club, Jack Dushey, 
had been charged with conspiracy in the 
case and pleaded guilty two weeks ago, ac- 
cording to federal prosecutors. He is said to 
be cooperating with the government in the 
case against his partners. 

The 12 -count indictment alleges that the 
defendants "systematically skimmed" as 
much as 60 percent of the gross cash 
receipts of the club "on a virtual daily basis" 
from the time it opened two years ago. The 
defendants allegedly failed to report the 
money on their corporate and personal in- 
come tax returns. 

Robert Fiske Jr., the United States Attor- 
ney, said the charges resulted from an ex- 
tensive investigation that followed the 
seizure of documents and records in a 

court -authorized raid on the club by Inter- 
nal Revenue Service agents last December 
14. 

The indictment also named Richard 
DeCourcey, a manager and bookkeeper for 
the club as a defendant charged with par- 
ticipating in the alleged conspiracy. 
Schrager was also named in a separate 
charge that accused him of possession of 
almost one ounce of cocaine that was 
seized in the December raid. 

If convicted, the defendants could face 
up to five years on each of the several 
charges in the indictment.

Court Blocks Sale 
Of Thorogood LPs 
LOS ANGELES - A Massachusetts 
Superior Court judge has issued a tem- 
porary injunction preventing Rounder 
Records from selling any Geroge 
Thorogood and the Destroyers albums. 

The injunction had been requested by 
Thorogood's former producer, Dan Lip- 
man, who alleges that he owns a controver- 
sial five year old Thorogood master tape 
with 20 songs on it. Eight of the songs in 

question appear on Thorogood's first 
Rounder release and one, "Baby, Please 
Set A Date" is on his second, "Move It On 
Over." 

In a second court case involving the 
Lipman -produced Thorogood master, 
Thorogood has sued Lipman and MCA 
Records in U.S. District Court in Los 
Angeles. The California judge has issued a 

restraining order blocking MCA from 
releasing either of the two Thorogood 
albums the company had planned to make 
out of the master it had purchased from 
Lipman. 

"What needs to be determined is who 
owns these tapes," comments Bill Nowlin, 
an owner of Rounder Records. "The way 
things stand now no one can do anything, 
everyone is being put on hold. 

"We're very discouraged about the 
whole thing. We see no proof that they (Lip- 
man, his company and MCA) own the tapes 
and the Massachusetts ruling seems out of 
line with the facts. We're appealing the 
decision, of course, but we're afraid that 
irreparable damage may be done to 
George's career as this thing drags on."

Radio Programmers Urged To 
Utilize Juke Box Research

Steve Sesterhenn, KFMD/Dubuque's 
music director, also employs coin operator 
research. He offered that juke box in- 
vestigation was a viable form of radio 
analysis. 

"A lot of people in the business go by the 
old stand-bys that were used in the 
business ten years ago - the piece counts 
at the stores and the request lines," said 
Sesterhenn. "The juke box is also a request 
line because people are getting their re- 
quests heard by putting money in. It's an 
extension of a request line for us." 

Demographic Breakdown 
Sesterhenn stressed the point that a lot 

of people don't realize that juke box dis- 
tributors can give programmers a 
demographic breakdown. "Many radio sta- 
tions just get a total list of plays from the 
distributors. They have to remember, that if 
they are broadcasting to an 18-34 
audience, there is both a younger and older 
crowd out there playing the juke boxes. If I 

can get a demographic breakdown then I 

can get better information for my station. 
and break it down specifically to my demo." 

Both Sesterhenn and Martin agreed that 
building a nice rapport with juke box 
operators was one of the most important 
elements in juke box research. Martin said 
that box analysis was a two way street and 
that he often told his distributor what new 
requests he was getting and what songs 
looked like they were going to be added to 
his play list. 

One music director that has a good line 
of communication with juke box locations is 
Dave Kraham, music director at 
KJOY/Stockton. Kraham goes as far as ob- 
taining records for the 15 juke box locations 
that he keeps track of. 

"I check back with each location every 
two or three days and keep a tally so I can 
tell what really is getting plays," explained 
Kraham. "It's really a good outside in- 
dicator of what's going on. If a new record is 
getting played a lot on juke box, it'll 
probably start selling in a few weeks." 

Kraham believes that juke box research 
makes programming easier on him. "It's 
not going to make or break your station," 
opined the KJOY music director. 

Unlike KFMD, WSPT and KJOY, which 
are all in secondary markets, WHK is in the 
vast major market of Cleveland. 

"Our research is not very scientific," ad- 
mitted Terry Stevens, the Cleveland coun- 
try music station's PD. "There are about a 

dozen places in the area that play country 
music on their juke boxes and we oc- 

casionally go in and ask the barmaids and 
owners what's being played and if the 
customers are playing the B sides of the 
singles." 

Although a lot of operators buy from the 
WHK playlist, Stevens talks frequently with 
Mike Moskovitz. warehouse manager for 
Cleveland One Stop. and asks what 
records are currently selling. 

Good Barometer 
"I definitely feel radio stations should 

follow juke boxes more because it's a good 
barometer," stated Moskovitz. "If they 
followed juke boxes closer it would be 
great, but here are so many operators in 
Cleveland they would be almost impossible 
to track." 

Another major market one stop that is 
presently involved in various forms of juke 
box research is Singer One Stop in 
Chicago. 

According to Singer One Stop manager 
Sharon Shenoshah, the store receives 
most calls for its Top 40 list. However, she 
did say that somë stations called and asked 
what the operators were buying and what 
records weren't receiving airplay anymore. 

"We have sort of a two way list here," in- 
toned Shenoshah. "Stations such as WLS, 
WDAI, WFYR and WMAQ will leave a list 
with us and we'll refer back to them with 
what's selling and what isn't." 

Juke Box Buyer's Guide 
In addition, Singer aids operators, and 

juke box researchers alike, by putting out a 
juke box buyers guide which is broken 
down into various formats: children, adult 
contemporary, country western, soul. 
disco, rock and oldies. The front of the 
sheet features the record that is the top 
meter spinner of the week. 

Operators, especially in secondary 
markets, can work quite closely with a radio 
programmer, while one stops usually go no 
further that compiling a Top 30 list for juke 
box programmers. WSPT's Pat Martin has 
a tight knit relationship with Kathy Chaff of 
Rapid Coin Machine Service, the local 
operator in Stevens Point. 

"I think it's a great benefit to both of us 
when we find out what's up and coming," 
said Chaff. "Many times Pat wil; add 
something that's really taking hold on our 
boxes. But, it works the other way too. We'll 
often put a song on our boxes when he tells 
us that a song is getting heavy requests." 

On the opposite side of the coin is Music 
And Games Equipment in Chicago. Unlike 
most operators, the company buys directly 
from the labels and felt the job was impor -

Nashville Studios Stay Busy 
During Sluggish Sales Period 

By Bob Campbell 
NASHVILLE - Business for Nashville 
recording studios has been surprisingly 
brisk this summer despite an overall music 
industry slowdown. A recent Cash Box 
survey of major studios here has revealed 
that most of Nashville's top recording 
facilities are thriving and, in fact, are renting 
studio time for the remainder of the sum- 
mer and part of fall. 

The influx of artists and groups from out- 
side Nashville has contributed greatly to the 
studio rental business here. Facilities such 
as Woodland Sound Studios, Quadra- 
phonic Studio and Creative Workshop have 
always derived much of their business from 
acts who record non -country music. 

Quadraphonic Studio, which has booked 
sessions in the past for John Prine, Joan 
Baez, Neil Young, Jimmy Buffet and Jesse 
Winchester, reports a full schedule for the 
past few weeks. According to studio 
manager Ann Keener, "We've been booked 
solid for four sessions a day, including 
weekends, for some time." Keener said 
non -country acts such as Gene Cotten, the 
Toby Beau Band, Buffett and Leo Kottke 
have been recording recently. And for the 
past two weeks, New York folk/rock artist 
Steve Forbert has been working on a new 
album. 

Pop Stronghold 
Monty Winfrey, who manages Buzz 

Cason's Creative Workshop, a Nashville 
stronghold for pop recording work. repor- 
ted that bookings are healthy at this point. 
with many recording projects booked for 
late this summer and fall. 

"June was a little off for us, but July is 
completely booked," Winfrey said. "August 
and September are booked solid, and we 
already have bookings through November. 
It is looking real good for us. People tend to 
do more block projects here than other 
studios, and some producers are planning 
projects here this fall." He added, "This spr- 
ing was a good time for us, and Dave 
Loggins and Michael Johnson utilized the 
studio much of the time. They both finished 
albums in May." 

Woodland Sound Studios, a complete 
state-of-the-art facility with two mastering 
rooms and two complete studios, is having 
a banner year. And Woodland president 
Glen Snoddy said he is even having to 
divert business to other studios. 

"This year has been sensational," 
Snoddy said. "July is now booked already, 
and we are booking heavy into August and

September. We are also very busy in our 
two mastering rooms. In fact, we are turning 
business away. We have been cutting a lot 
of country acts, but we have never depen- 
ded on local business to fill up the studio." 

Snoddy said that Conway Twitty, Loretta 
Lynn, John Conlee, Donna Fargo, Billy 
"Crash" Craddock, David Wills, Randy 
Barlow, Rafe Van Hoy, Dorthy Moore and 
Japanese rock singer Takao Horiuchi, lead 
vocalist for the group Alice, have recorded 
in recent months at Woodland. The group 
Alice currently holds the #1 spot for albums 
in Japan. 

Skip McQuinn, manager of the Sound 
Lab, also said business has been good, 
with the group Dr. Hook utilizing a great 
deal of studio time. "We were booked solid 
in June, and our remote trucks are booked 
solid. And we only have three or four days 
open in August." 

Summer Lull 
In contrast to most studios here, the Jack 

Clement Studio, normally one of the busiest 
in town, is experiencing a lull in business. 
But studio manager Jim Williamson said 
the first quarter of this year was excep- 
tional. 

"We had a record first-quarter this year. 
Business has been super," Williamson 
said. "But we are now feeling a drop in 
bookings. It is a summer slump, and we are 
just now feeling it. It is hard to tell, but it

with Casablanca Record and FilmWorks for 
the world, excluding North America. 

Video Disc Cited 
Also highlighted in the annual report are 

the activities of Polytel International, a com- 
pany within the TV -film division, which had 
its first entry on American network televi- 
sion with the movie, "Too Far To Go," on 
NBC-TV. In addition, the report notes, 
Polygram Direct Marketing Inc., expanded 
its classical mail-order sales by 40%, and 
Polygram will participate in the initial 
marketing of Philips' optical video disc 
system, which was introduced in the U.S. in 
December, 1978. 

More than 290 million records and 50 
million cassette tapes were manufactured 
by Polygram in 22 countries during 1978. 
This represented an increase of 14% over 
total 1977 output, with the production of 
cassettes rising by nearly 24%. Of all the 
records and tapes which Polygram dis- 
tributed in the U.S., however, only imported 
classical LPs on DG and Philips were 
manufactured by the parent company. The 
rest of Polygram's product sold in America 
was manufactured by a number of other 
companies, including Columbia Record 
Pressing, PRC and Kheel Manufacturing. 

While Polygram remains a thoroughly in- 
ternational company, it has become in- 
creasingly involved in the American market 
during the past decade. A paragraph in the 
annual report reveals that 33.5% of the 
Group's revenues came from the U.S. in 

1978, compared to only two percent in 
1968. During the same period, the portion 
of the Group's sales represented by Euro- 
pean revenues declined from 85% to 47%. 
Of course, Polygram's dollar sales in 
Europe also continued to rise during this 
period as its total revenues quintupled.

A representative of MCA's sales depart- 
ment said that the firm's prices would re- 
main the same, while representatives of 
both RCA and Polygram declined com- 
ment. 

Mixed Reaction 
Reaction from retailers was mixed. 

According to Ben Karol, president of the 
King Karol chain in New York, "compared 
to the way prices are rising in other parts of 
the economy, I have no quarrel with the 
manufacturers raising prices. I think you'll 
hear most of your complaints from the price 
cutters who are selling records at cost or 
below; they are the ones who will be hurt 
most. As far as singles, prices have been 
stable for years, and they've become prac- 
tically a promotional tool to encourage LP 
sales." 

Joe Abady, head of Tape King, a New 
York one -stop, disagreed. "I think that peo- 
ple who sell singles, particularly R&B 
singles, will be hurt drastically by the price 
increase. Singles have always been a com- 
modity that the small retailer has been able 
to benefit from by being able to make a 

profit from a dollar purchase. With this new 
price increase, that will become almost im- 
possible." 

One retailer, who asked not to be named, 
echoed the sentiments of a number of 
others when he said, "Wait and see. Within 
two weeks, all the manufacturers will raise 
their prices."

GET READY FOR HELEN REDDY - Capitol Records recording artist Helen Reddy, who 
received a great deal of black radio attention with two of her biggest hits, "I Am Woman" 
and "Angie Baby," is back with an approach more tailored to that market with her new album 
called "Reddy." The album features back-up vocals from The Sweet Inspirations and The 
Jones Girls, with the Tower of Power horn section also lending its expertise. The single, 
"Make Love To Me," is already making inroads at the radio level, with WKTU, KDAY, KSOL, 
WGIV, WJLB, and KACE being just a few of the stations that have added the single. An ex- 
tensive marketing campaign will include several radio contests, where Famous Amos 
Cookies will tie into the campaign by giving away cookies to day-care centers in the black 
community. Some contest winners will also receive a trip to Lake Tahoe to see Reddy's 

show. To solidify the campaign, Reddy will co -host the upcoming 
Rod McGrew -Scholarship Fund Awards Dinner, which will feature a 
musical comedy based on "I Am Woman," and she has scheduled 
interviews coming up on several black -oriented stations around 
the country. 
PROGRAM DIRECTOR PROFILE - Cal Shields, program direc- 
tor of KACE in Los Angeles, has been a major force in starting two 
radio stations in his 11 -year broadcasting career. Having been 
greatly influenced by his uncle, Dell Shields, a very popular air per- 
sonality at WLIB in New York and a one-time president of NATRA, 

Cal Shlelds the younger Shields started in broadcasting doing public service 
programs at WLIB after getting out of the service in 1968. At the insistence of the elder 
Shields he also attended New York Institute of Technology and majored in communica- 
tions. In addition to his public service duties, Shields spent some time in the traffic depart- 
ment and was also responsible for producing Frankie Crocker's weekend show. Shields 
spent four years at WLIB when Clarence Avant told him that he was buying a radio station 
in Los Angeles and asked him if he would program the station. Shields was the program 
director of KAGB in Los Angeles for the year and a half it was on the air. The station went 
through a financial crisis and went off the air but was later purchased by Willie Davis. When 
Davis purchased the station he changed the call letters to KACE and asked Cal to return to 
the station as its program director. The station celebrated two successful years in April of 
this year. Shields says, "I am very happy that my uncle urged me to learn about the busi- 
ness of radio as opposed to being totally involved in the announcing aspect of the busi- 
ness. I am much more interested in operations and management of the radio station and 
hope someday to own my own station."

A&M, which plans to release the 
track and an LP later this summer, has molded a disco chorus and instrumentals around 
the famous Merman pipes. Although the 12" may have been conceived as a novelty item, 
the song has been getting a lot of disco play and some radio airplay. There's already one 
disco musical on Broadway, the Casablanca -backed Gottu Go Disco. Who knows? Next 
season, the tireless musical actress may go before the footlights once again in Annie Get 
Your Boogie Woogie Gun.

ASCAP Sues Promoter 
NEW YORK - ASCAP has filed suit against 
Delta D & I Corporation and Joseph M. 
Futia, who runs the company, for copyright 
infringement. The suit, filed on June 8, 

alleges that the defendant infringed the 
copyrights in 10 musical compositions in a 
recent Lawrence Welk show, held at the 
Colonie Theatre on May 11, 1979. Both 
suits were filed in the federal court in the 
northern district of New York. 

Among the compositions in question in 
both lawsuits are ASCAP standards such 
as "Hello Dolly," and "Smoke Gets In Your 
Eyes." The new copyright law allows 
damages between $250 and $10,000 for 
each copyright infringement. 

Prior to these actions, four separate law- 
suits were brought against Delta D & I Cor- 
poration in 1976 and 1977. Those cases 
were settled and the concert promoter 
agreed to enter into a license with ASCAP 
for the 1978 summer season for the public 
performance of musical compositions in 

the ASCAP repertory. 
However, ASCAP claims that Delta never 

complied with this agreement and no pay- 
ment was made. Consequently, their 
license was cancelled on October 15, 1978, 
and a separate action has been brought by 
ASCAP in the Supreme Court of Alban, 
New York for license fees owed in the 
amount of $6,334.

NEWPORT ROUND -UP - Count Basie's annual Newport visit was held at Carnegie Hall 
on June 26. The splendid rhythm team of Basie, Freddie Green, John Clayton, and Butch 
Miles was purring all night long, but it was the guests - including Harry Edison, Lockjaw 
Davis, Joe Newman, and Joe Williams - who provided the brightest moments. Edison 
was superb on "All Of Me" and Davis on "From This Moment On" as their former employer 
beamed with delight. Trumpeter Joe Newman played "Ode To Billy Joe" and sang "Sunny 
Side Of The Street" to good effect, but Joe Williams, whom Basie calls #1 Son, got the best 
response singing a variety of material including some from his new GNP/Crescendo album 
with Prez Conference. In all, a well-rounded Basie program made special by the contribu- 
tions of Edison and Williams ... The 'Tribute To Billie Holiday' was one of the best - 
produced Newport concerts in recent memory. Vintage film footage alternated with the 
performers and all the songs were identified with Billie. Jimmy Rowles opened with a trio 
version of "Easy Living" and was joined by Zoot Slms for a pair of tunes. Ruby Braff was 
flawless in his set that opened with rhythm only, but added Buddy Tate and Lionel 
Hampton. After intermission, the "White House" rhythm section of Teddy Wilson, Milt 
Hinton, and Jo Jones backed Harry Edison, Tate, and Vic Dickenson in a set which had 
some of the best jazz of the entire festival. Dickenson was in especially good form. Buck 
Clayton joined the group for a pair of tunes at the close of the set. Carmen McRae was an 
excellent choice for a vocalist and she and her tight trio worked a number of songs 
associated with or introduced by Billie Holiday. While Ms. McRae's ballads have become 
more mannered through the years, she was exceptional on "Yesterdays" and did very well 
with "Some Other Spring." Both these concerts had financial help from Shultz, which 
should be commended for sponsoring such classy events ... The Lionel Hampton Band at 
Avery Fischer Hall on June 29 was scheduled to back Jimmy Witherspoon in addition to 
playing its own set. Spoon did not show, so Hampton had the entire show tc himself, which 
is the way it should be. There is really no precedent for a talent of Hampton's magnitude. He 
played no piano this time, but he fooled with the drums, sang, scatted, danced, jumped, 
and played Hell out of the vibes. His sixteen -piece crew included Arnett Cobb, Curtis 
Fuller, Benny Powell, Wild Bill Davis, and a splendid four -man trumpet team made up of 
Danny Stiles, Wallace Davenport, Doc Cheatham, and Cat Anderson. Now when Hamp is 
feeling good, he is likely to pour it on. He did just that - piling climax on top of climax 
before an overflow crowd. Whatever else happened at Newport this year (and it was a very 
good year) has to take second place behind another triumph for Lionel Hampton. Those 
who attended are unlikely to forget his performance. 

ON THE AIR & ON THE ROAD - "Summerfest," a 12 -week series of concerts originating 
from summer music festivals around the country, debuted July 7 on KCET. Los Angeles' 
PBS outlet. The first program, titled Great Jazz Pianos, featured Eubie Blake, Teddy 
Wilson, George Shearing and Marian McPartland in concert live from Wolf Trap Farm 
Park in Virginia, The program, also included a photo essay on Blake, who is now in his 
nineties ... Following his July 27 and 28 concerts at the Den -En Coliseum in Tokyo, Chick 
Corea will visit Israel for a week.

Lower Sales For International 
Acts Cuts Revenues In Japan 

by Kozo Otsuka 
TOKYO - Reduced revenues due to 
declining sales for international acts was 
evident in the annual reports published 
recently by four of Japan's major record 
companies. Two mid -sized companies 
characterized by a significant reliance upon 
international acts registered small 
decreases in revenue during the fiscal year 
ending March 20, 1979; while Victor 
Musical Industries and Toshiba/EMI, two of 
Japan's largest record companies, repor- 
ted increased earnings. 

Japanese Disc & Tape 
Production Up In April 
TOKYO -A spring surge in sales spurred 
significant increases in record and tape 
production in Japan during April, ac- 
cording to Saburo Watanabe. president of 
the Japan Phonograph Record Association 
(JPRA). JPRA figures indicated that 
production in both categories rose over 
20% from the March totals. 

Total record output for April reached 
over 19.5 million units, according to the 
JPRA, an increase of 28% over March and 
up 9% from production during April,1978. 
Total revenue volume exceeded 16.9 billion 
yen ($75.9 million), up 43% from the 
previous month and 10% over the totals 
from April, 1978. 

Significant increases in tape production 
were also evident in the total volume of 
nearly 5.1 million units, up 22% from March 
and 20% over April, 1978. Revenue volume 
jumped to nearly 8.1 billion yen ($35.6 
million), increases of 33% over the previous 
month and April, 1978 figures. 

Indicative of the growing strength of the 
market for domestic artists, Victor Musical 
Industries reported revenues of $122.3 
million for the fiscal year, an increase of 
17% over 1977-78. Much of Victor's 
success can be attributed to one of the 
strongest domestic rosters in Japan, in ad- 
dition to a select international lineup that in- 
cludes Donna Summer, ABBA, the Village 
People and KISS. 

Featuring such top domestic artists as 
Pink Lady (the country's #1 selling female 
group for the past two years), Junko 
Yagami, Hiromi Iwazaki, Akiko Kanazawa 
and Mako Ishino, Victor's revenues from 
Japanese acts accounted for 64% of the 
company's total. 

On the other hand, Toshiba/EMI only 
registered a 2.4% increase in revenues 
over 1977-78. With total revenues just 
slightly less than Victor, Toshiba/EMI 
nevertheless reported a 40.8% decrease in 
revenues from international acts during the 
1978-79 fiscal year. As a result, inter- 
national acts accounted for only 33% of the 
company's record revenues and 12% of the 
tape sales. 

Further indications of the decline in sales 
for international acts was apparent in the 
earnings report for Nippon Phonogram. 
Reporting revenues of $33.3 million for the 
fiscal year, Nippon Phonogram's revenues 
were down 4.5% from the previous year. 

Finally, the loss of the distributorship for 
A&M reduced international revenues to low 
levels as the King Record Co. reported 
revenues of $69.9 million for 1978-79, down 
2% from the previous year. Biggest inter- 
national sellers were the "Star Wars" 
soundtrack and the Rolling Stones.

Argentina 

BUENOS AIRES - After reaching an all 
time low in the charts, the percentage of 
local music among the Top Twenty in 
Argentina may increase in the future, due to 
a combination of events that may affect 
both production and promotion of local 
waxings. It is understood that there is a 
study underway to find a way to return to a 
fixed percentage of local music on radio; in 
fact, there is a decree that establishes a 
75% quota of air time for local acts, but it is 
not being enforced and is not considered 
effective. On the other hand, some 
companies (CBS and Sicamericana, main- 
ly) are reinforcing their local cast, while 
others (EMI, Phonogram, RCA) are sign- 
ing new contracts or re-signing old artists 
that in some cases belonged to the com- 
pany years ago and now are returning. The 
fact that local recording studios are less ac- 
tive is also worrying the industry leaders, al- 
though the high cost of recording with 
musicians and orchestras requires a care- 
ful look at returns, both on the national and 
international sides. 

The idea among some promo managers 
is to try to export the local product, and use 
the money from royalties to pay (or help 
pay) for the production costs. It's certainly 
not a new idea, but there is a chance for 
luck considering that the recordings from 
Spain have vanished (because of the inter- 
nal production crisis in that market and the 
rise of disco music and imports) and Brasil 
and Mexico have not yet found good 
marketing approaches. Brasil appears as 
the biggest potential exporter, and this 
would apply to the States too; but its efforts 
have been, up to now, only fractional. 

It is interesting to note that the affiliated 
companies of groups find it easier to re- 
lease their Argentinian product in other 
countries than indies. This may be ex- 
plained by the array of conventions and 
meetings held every year, which allow a 
personal contact and help to develop better 
relationships between subsidiaries of a

Based on technology developed by EMI 
researchers, the agreement also includes 
the future development of an editing 
system and a multi -channel digital tape 
recorder. Production models of the first 
recorder - designated the MCI JH -220 - 
will be commercially available by the end of 
the year. Meanwhile, the initial MCI JH - 
220s, previewed recently at the Assn. of 
Professional Recording Studios' exhibition 
in London, will be installed in EMI's 
recording studios in the UK for immediate 
use by the company's artists. 

'Unique Affiliation' 
Commenting on the new licensing deal, 

EMI chairman and chief executive Bhaskar 
Menon said, "This joint venture represents 
a unique affiliation between an equipment 
manufacturer, MCI, and an equipment 
user, EMI. Clearly, this fact alone gives us a 
head start in what is becoming a very hotly 
contested technological race. We are confi- 
dent that the technology that the EMI -MCI 
venture will offer the music industry will 
dovetail precisely with its requirements." 

Amplifying the point, MCI president Jeep 
Harned added, "I think that the cooperation 
between our two companies has been fruit- 
ful to both parties, in particular because of 
the way it has brought American 
technology and British ingenuity together." 

The equipment will be manufactured at 
MCI's plant in Ft. Lauderdale.

CBS Inc. Gives $2 Million To 22 Chicago Organizations 
NEW YORK - CBS Inc. recently donated 
$2.037.000 in philanthropic grants to 22 
community organizations in the Chicago 
area in recognition of their service to the 
disadvantaged youth of the city. The 
checks were delivered personally by John 
D. Backe, president of CBS, to represen- 
tatives of each of the organizations during a 

luncheon hosted by CBS at Orchestra Hall 
in Chicago. 

Theme 
"The overriding theme of our grants is 

the youth of Chicago," Backe told the 
luncheon guests. "There are thousands of 
reasons within the City for these grants, and 
most of them are under 25 years old. We 
recognize that Chicago's future, and CBS's 
future in Chicago, is heavily dependent 
upon the training, outlook, and morale of 
these young people." 

The process by which the groups were 
selected began 10 months ago when a 

committee consisting of managers from the 
company's major business activities in the 
Chicago area was formed to consult with 
community leaders about the city's various 
youth -oriented organizations. The recom- 
mendations of the committee, which 
represented broadcasting, records, 

publishing, musical instruments, and 
Pacific Stereo Stores interests, were en- 
dorsed by the company's board of direc- 
tors last month. 

The majority of the grants are for pilot 
programs that the company hopes will gain 
support from other private or public 
sources if they prove successful. Eight of 
the grants support specific cultural in- 
terests, such as acting, dance, opera and 
art programs. The other 14 grants are for 
more general community action programs 
that range from a neighborhood self-help 
program for the youth of East Garfield Park 
to a grant that will help establish the PUSH - 
EXCEL Institute in Chicago. The average 
grant is about $93,000. 

CBS Philanthropy 
The grants to the Chicago institutions are 

part of an ongoing program of corporate 
philanthropy expanded by CBS in 1977 to 
emphasize the cities where major CBS 
operations are centered. Two years ago, a 

series of related grants totalling more than 
$2 million were made to seven cultural 
groups in the New York City area. Last year, 
more than $2 million in philanthropic grants 
were awarded to 12 cultural and artistic 
groups in Los Angeles.

tant enough to hire a juke box programmer. 
However, Music and Games Equipment 

programmer, Brad Hamma, feels sorely ex- 
cluded from radio research. "I'd love to ex- 
change ideas with radio programmers and 
develop a working relationship." enthused 
Hamma. "Many people have the miscon- 
ception that juke box means Top 40. but we 
lean towards AOR in our locations and I'd 
really enjoy talking with an FM PD or MD." 

Hamma went on to say that the juke 
boxes he programs are filled with AOR acts 
like Bram Tchaikovsky and Flash And The 
Pan. He pointed out, also, that many songs 
broke big on the juke boxes before they 
started receiving FM airplay. 

"We were the first to go with the initial 
Cheap Trick single 'Oh Candy'," declared 
Hamma. "Now everyone is playing them." 

While it is clear that juke box research is 
a viable form of radio research, it is a much 
neglected form of analysis. However. it ap- 
pears that this form of research does have 
potential to accurately reveal the public's 
taste and to stimulate record sales. 

"Let's face it," summarized Hamma, 
"operators just aren't considered heavies. 
And although juke box research could be a 

valuable aid. it's a long time coming."

with local clubs." 
Vallon did most of his learning during his 

tenure under Jim Rissmiller and the late 
Steve Wolf. His childhood was spent in 
Argentina during the Peron years and other 
Latin American countries. (His father was 
an ambassador and Under Secretary of 
State). In 1963 he moved to Southern 
California, getting into radio at Pasadena 
City College and KRLA. Soon he was work- 
ing as a page at ABC-TV, where Steve Wolf 
and Bob Eubanks were starting Concert 
Associates during breaks on the set. 

Beatles' Concert 
In 1965 Wolf and Eubanks borrowed 

$25,000 and put on their first show, the 
Beatles' first California appearance at the 
Hollywood Bowl. While Concert Associates 
grew, Vallon was drafted into the Army. He 
was in Vietnam until 1969 and became 
head page at ABC after his return. 

"But my hair was too long for ABC," 
recalls Vallon, "so I got Concert Associates 
to hire me to put up posters for $75 a week 
and started working shows. While I was 
away Steve had taken on Jim Rissmiller, 
who had been with the William Morris 
Agency, and had sold the company to 
Filmways, with Eubanks leaving." 

Leaving W&R 
In 1975, the deal with Filmways expired 

and Vallon became a junior partner in Wolf 
& Rissmiller Concerts. But by early this year 
Vallon was getting itchy to move on. It 
wasn't due to friction with his associates. 
but rather a desire to grow. 

Vallon is actively searching for acts to 
manage, while also working with his backer 
Barry Fey on a custom label deal with CBS. 
Larry Vallon Presents is currently run out of 
the Feyline offices in Beverly Hills. But the 
main thrust of Larry Vallon Presents is still 
promoting concerts in Southern California, 
as far west as Albuquerque and as far north 
as Sacramento. He sees all his activities 
related fields, with a bottom line of selling 
records. 

"I'm in the business of selling records," 
he notes. "Artists tour to sell records, that's 
what everything we do is aimed at. As the 
record business goes. so goes the promo- 
tion business. We had a first quarter slump 
this year, just like the record business." 

Vallon feels concert extravaganzas like 
the California World Music Festival, for 
which he was an executive producer, often 
hurt promoters by taking the bands that ap- 
pear out of circulation for a while after. 

"But we didn't want to be hurt by another 
Cal Jam, so we began planning the show in 
October," recalls Vallon. 

Summertime Blues 
The summer is a particularly difficult 

period in the southwest, according to 
Vallon. Groups like to tour in the summer, 
but in markets like Tucson and Phoenix 
tens of thousands of students go home and 

deplete the potential audience. And in L.A. 
"the Greek and the Amphitheatre eat a lot 
of promoters' thunder." 

Vallon also sees the tight gas supplies as 
a dark cloud hovering overhead. 

"The gas shortage is a potential negative 
to all forms of recreation," says Vallon. "It's 
a real problem we've got to face. I'm now 
looking at venues near transportation lines 
and planning things like the special bus 
arrangements we made for the California 
festival. 

"But these problems can be overcome 
because there are more groups, more fans 
and more venues every year," Vallon con- 
cludes. "Over the past 10 years the concert 
market has done nothing but get better. 
and I look for that trend to continue."
