As Time Goes By

The following is a partial reprint of a July, 1974
editorial by Cash Box President and Publisher
George Albert:

We are now midway through 1974, about which
great anxiety was expressed in January. The phrase
“energy crisis” and “vinyl shortage” haunted the in-
dustry as they did many other aspects of our
economy. Since that time, of course, the Arab oil
embargo has been lifted, and though we still cannot
minimize our enerqy needs as they affect many
areas of the music business, we can happily report
at this time that there is reason to believe that the in-

dustry is continuing on the road to greater financial
gains.

We are not without problems, among them a
profit-squeeze and the ever-present spectre of
“returns.” But. more realistic pricing policies and
product release programs are currently being put
into effect.

Ironically, itis five years later and we are still faced
with the same problems. Hopefully, industry ex-
ecutives can be aware of both the five-year old pit-
falls as well as the more recent ones and learn how
to avoid such pitfalls.

Blank Tape Sales Continue
To Climb During Disc Slump

LOS ANGELES — While record sales have
generally levelled off this year, blank tape
sales — both cassettes and 8-track — have
shown a steady growth, with few signs of
stopping. Blank tape sales are now growing
at a rate of 15% annually and could ap-
proach 250 million cassettes and 8 million
8-tracks by the end of the year, according
to the International Tape Association (ITA).

Indicative of this growth, Larry Finley, ex-
ecutive director of the ITA, stated that im-
ported blank tape sales alone grew by
significant amounts during 1978. The 135
million cassettes and 5.4 million 8-tracks
imported during the year represented
jumps of 39.8% and 20.1% respectively
over 1977 import figures, said Finley.

Curiously, “a sizable portion” of the im-
ported tapes are American product, said
Finley. In many cases, the tape and other
parts are manufactured by domestic com-
panies, then shipped down to Mexico,
where they are assembled and shipped
back to the U.S. as finished product.

Import Figures

Declining to disclose figures for
domestic companies manufacturing and
selling blank tapes, Finley did reveal that
import figures for the first quarter of 1979
totalled 31 million cassettes and 8 million 8-
tracks. Finley noted further that the import
figures were most probably on the conser-
vative side due to the surreptitious passing
of many units through customs.

The upward surge in blank tape sales is

also reflected on the retail front, as various
chains now devote more space to theitems.

Noting that blank tape business “has
probably doubled in the last three years,”
Reade Whitespeuner, purchasing coor-
dinator for the Record Bar. a national retail
chain with nearly 90 outlets, said that the
chain would be “adding 20 foot stands for
accessories, where before they (blank
tapes) were kept behind the counters on
displays.”

Whitespeuner went on to say that one of
the “most significant reasons blank tape

sales have increased so much is the pop-

NEW YORK — Columbia Pictures In-
dustries, Inc. has reached an agreement in
principle for the sale of the stock of Arista
Records, Inc. and its affiliated companies to
Ariola-Eurodisc, GmbH, a subsidiary of the
European-based conglomerate Ber-
telsmann AG.

Columbia is slated to receive a net cash
payment of approximately $50 million at the
close of the deal. A substantial portion of
that sum, however, represents the repay-
ment of Arista’s debt to Columbia. Once the
deal is completed, Columbia expects to
realize an after-tax profit of approximately
$7 million, or 72 cents per share of out-
standing stock.

Davis To Stay

Clive Davis will continue in his present
position as president and chief executive
officer of Arista. However, since Columbia
has agreed to sell 100% of Arista to Ariola,
Davis will no longer retain his 20% interest
in the company.

According to a spokesperson from
Arista, the label plans to continue its pre-
sent system of independent distribution. In
addition, the spokesperson said, no
changes were anticipated in Arista’s inter-
nal structure, artist roster, or affiliated com-
panies, which include Savoy Records and
Arista Careers Publishing.

GAO Report Hits
FCC Management

by Joanne Ostrow

WASHINGTON, D.C. — A lack of planning
and an ineffective managementcombine to
keep the Federal Communications Com-
mission’s efficiency lagging behind the in-
dustries it requlates. This is the assess-
ment of the General Accounting Office,
contained in a recently issued report pre-
pared by the government agency watch-
dog.

Among the ways to improve the FCC
suggested in the lengthy GAO reports: cut
the number of commissioners from seven
to five, increase the staffs of the commis-
sioners and lengthen their terms beyond
the current seven years. A public parti-
cipation program should be set up within
the agency, GAO recommended, and an
Office of Public Counsel should be estab-
lished, or funding mechanism set up, to
help citizen groups participate in FCC pro-
ceedings.

Some of these suggestions are already
under consideration — and subject of de-
bate — and FCC officials themselves have
admitted their management should be
more effective. However, FCC spokesmen
said the problem boils down to money and
the agency's limited budget. Certain ac-
tions recommended in the report would re-
quire revisions of the Communications Act
{such as the number of FCC commission-
ers and the length of their terms). While
amendments to the Act are a possibility, the
move to overhaul the law in its entirety has
been abandoned for this Congress (Cash
Box, July 28).

Forms Own Label

LOS ANGELES — Marc Paul Simon, vice
president of Casablanca Records and
FilmWorks for the past two and a half years,
has formed his own custom disco label,
EarMarc Records, which will be distributed
by Casablanca.

EarMarc’s first act will be the Duncan
Sisters, a Memphis-based duo, whose self-
titled album will debut this month. Cana-
dians lan Guenther and Willi Morrison will
produce. Carol Lioyd of Philadelphia will
also bow on the EarMarc label with her
"Score” LP in late summer or early fall.

Simon plans to use his label to “promote
the most innovative forms of dance music
and move beyond the mainstream trends in
disco. I'm going to follow my street sense of
the natural progression of music,” he says.

For Simon, moving beyond the
mainstream involves paying more attention
to the lyrics of disco music which his label
will release. “There won't be any filler or
fluff on our albums.” he says. “Disco should
not only be danceable, it should be
listenable too.”

Along with Billy Smith and Ray Caviano,
the 32-year-old Simon is credited as being

“The old timers aren’t drawing like they
used to,” explains one veteran observer of
the Vegas scene, “so the Strip hotels are
bringing in contemporary acts, a lot of
country performers and big, splashy
revues.”

Revues

The popularity of revues, with elaborate
costumes and staging and lots of singers,
dancers and cheesecake, is really a com-
peting trend limiting the number of dinner
show showrooms available to contem-
porary and traditional performers. The big
production shows have several advantages
for the big hotels.

“The revues are easy to operate once
they're setup, having the potential to run for
months on end with few adjustments,’
notes one Strip hotel entertainment direc-
tor. “To a degree, the gaudiness and
feathers and lights are what Vegas is all
about.”

Nancy Engler, director of entertainment
for the Aladdin Hotel, says the Aladdin is
going to end its star booking policy in its
main showroom in January in favor of
revues. Nonetheless, she adds, “I definitely
think there’s a trend toward booking more
chart-topping recording artists in Las
Vegas.”

The Aladdin is also the home of the
Theatre for the Performing Arts, the leading
Vegas venue for touring rock acts. In the
coming weeks, the Theatre will present
Blondie/Badfinger, Little River Band/San-

RCA, A&M, Arista

Post Price Hikes

NEW YORK — RCA Records and A&M
Records have raised their prices to dealers
and subdistributors on albums, tapes, 45s,
and 12-inch records, and have raised their
suggested retail list price on 45s and 12-
inch discs. In a similar move, Arista
Records has raised its album and tape
prices to distributors and has adopted a
policy of pricing selected albums at $8.98.

Effective August 3, dealer prices for RCA
product for $7.98 list LPs and tapes rose to
$4.37, while subdistributor prices rose to
$4.11. For $8.98 list LPs, the price in-
creased to $4.91 for dealers and $4.61 for
subdistributors. The Red Seal and Pure
Gold Series were excluded from these in-
creases. However, the list price of Red Seal
product jumped to $8.98. RCA, A&M, and
Arista all increased the list price of singles
to $1.49 and the list price of their 12-inch
records to $4.98.

For Arista product, the new distributor
price for $7.98 product increased to $3.65,
while $8.98 albums, including the recently
released Kinks’ “Low Budget” and a
reissue of Al Stewart’s “The Year of the Cat”
are now priced at $4.11.

Harold Sulman, director of sales for
Arista. attributed the price hikes to “the in-
creased costs in all areas of our business.”
He said that it had become necessary for
Arista to increase the wholesale price of its
albums, tapes, and singles, and the
suggested list price of its 45s and 12-inch
records so that the company could con-
tinue to market records by new artists at
$7.98. However, he said that forthcoming
LPs by Alan Parsons, Barry Manilow, the
Outlaws, and the Grateful Dead would
probably carry a list price of $8.98.

Gamble And Huff: Survivors,
Innovators, Men Of ManyRoles

NEW YORK — In a business frought with
change. Kenny Gamble and Leon Huff have
fashioned careers of unusuai durability.
Consummate music men, their close to 20
year careers have encompassed the roles
of artists, songwriters, arrangers,
producers and record company ex-
ecutives.

Today,. as co-owners of Philadelphia in-
ternational Records, the duo are beginning
their ninth year as a CBS-distributed
custom label with 31 gold and six platinum
records to their credit. They are currently
represented on Cash Box’s charts with the
gold certified “Ain't No Stoppin’ Us Now" by
McFadden & Whitehead, “You Gonna

Make Me Love Somebody Else” by the
Jones Girls, “Turn Off the Lights,” by Teddy
Pendergrass, and “Let Me Be Good To
You” by Lou Rawls.

A visit to the duo’s Broad Street,
Philadelphia offices gives an enlightening
indication of the duo’swinning formula. The
two are still actively engaged in the music-
making end of their business, still playing,
writing, and producing for their sessions,
and as the interview reveals: Kenny Gam-
ble. who is a man of words, and Leon Huff,
who is a man of music. complement each
other musically, professionally and
humanly.

Joining Forces

Ironically, Broad Street, where the two
first joined forces in the early '60s is just a
few blocks from their current offices;

At a time when the industry has few
things to cheer about, Philadelphia Inter-
national remains one of the most suc-

cessful of the CBS distributed labels. Four
of the label's acts (Teddy Pendergrass, The
Jones Girls, McFadden & Whitehead and
Lou Rawls} have recently found their way
onto the Top 20 of both the Pop and Black
Contemporary Album charts.

Teddy Pendergrass, who currently has
the #1 LP on the Cash Box Black Contem-
porary Album chart with “Teddy,” also
owns the #7 spot on the Pop LP chart. The
first single from the “Teddy” LP, “Turn Off
The Lights,” is presently at #2 on the Black
Contemporary Singles chart, and #50 on
the Pop Singles chart.

Pendergrass has been called "the
premier soul singer of the late '70s and the
most potent R&B sex symbol since Al
Green.” The artist's sex appeal has been
underlined by hisrecent “For Women Only”
concerts in major U.S. cities.

This week, the Jones Girls occupy three
spots on the Cash Box charts. Their single
holds a solid #6 spot on the Black Contem-
porary Singles chart and is rising at #33 on
the Pop Singles chart. Their self-titled
debut LP is #57 bullet on the Pop LP chart.

McFadden & Whitehead's namesake LP
currently holds the #52 spot on the Pop LP
chart. while the duo’s single from the
album, “Ain't No Stoppin’ Us Now, " is riding
at #18 and #22 on the Pop and Black Con-
temporary Singles charts, respectively.

Best known for their composing and
producing abilities before this debut
album, McFadden & Whitehead first signed
with Philly International more than ten
years ago.

LouRawls'“LetMeBeGood ToYou” is at
#27 on the Black Contemporary Singles
chart this week. and his album of the same
name is at #89. “Let Me Be Good To You”
represents the artist's 37th album.

Currently climbing the Black Contem-
porary Singles chart at #34 bullet, the O'-
Jay's “Sing a Happy Song” will also be
featured on the trio’s upcoming album,
“Identify Yourself.”

Mass Production

Atlantic/Cotillion Records must surely
appreciate the adage “patience is a virtue.”
Hot on the heels of Sister Sledge's fourth
album breakthrough come Mass Produc-
tion, who, with their own fourth album, “in
the Purest Form,” and latest single
“Firecracker,” areracing up the pop charts.

“it's a whole new ball game,’ says
keyboardist Tyrone Williams. “When we
first started out people used to confuse us
with Brass Construction and fumble our
names when it came to announcing us.”

This has come as final vindication for a
group that has been together a long time
as group members and even longer as
friends. Starting as the Soulnifics, the
group first got together as high schoolersin
Norfolk, Virginia in 1972. Founding mem-
bers were Williams, his brother Ricardo on
drums, and Coy Bryant on guitar. A couple
of name changes later, the group
coalesced in Norfolk State College, roun-
ded out by the addition of percussionist
Emanuel Redding, vocalist Tiny Kelly,
guitarist Rodney Phelps, bassist Kevin
Douglas, singer Larry Marshall, James
Drungole on trumpet, and Gregory McCoy
on sax and synthesizer.

“After doing a lot of college dates, we
decided in 1975to move toNew York,"” says
Williams, “to be closer to the music
business and our manager Ed Ellerbe. We
spent our first year doing demos and
knocking on all the doors.” Despite a num-
ber of turndowns, the group got one impor-
tant positive reaction: Henry Allen, presi-
dent of Cotillion, and possessor of two of
the best ears in the business liked them and
signed them. Still, success was far from im-
mediate. Though their debut album
“Welcome To Qur World” made some
noise, the group sustained its share of
problems. “There was the name problem,”
recalls Williams, “it was to the point where
we were actually considering changing our
names.” The group also was a victim of be-
ing a funk band in a disco city.

“Coming from the funk belt, our sound
was just a little bit slower than what people
were dancing to and hearing on the radio.”
But patience proved to be its own reward,
and now, with disco showing tentative signs
of slippage in popularity, combined with the
band’s unprecedented tightness and dis-
tinctiveness, the group's tenacity is paying
off handsomely.

“We're definitely tighter now,” says
Williams, “we’ve done a lot of touring lately
which has also given us a chance to get out
there and see what's happening. As time
goes by we've also been finding talent
within the group we didn't even know we
had, like Carlos writing ‘Firecracker.’

“It's all jelling for us right now,” con-
cludes Williams. “We've got enough
material for a new album, which we hope to
record shortly. Right now, we don't want to
make the mistake we see a lot of groups
make. They get their first taste of success
and their heads go ‘straight to the side.”

Mass Production is enjoying some pretty
tasty chart action right now. “In The Purest
Form” is#94 bullet after 17 weeks un the
Cash Box Top 200 Albums Chart, and #43
bullet on the R&B LP chart. “Firecracker”
has climbed to #88 bullet on the pop singles
chart and #18 bullet on the R&B singles
chart.

Cameo worked for 11 years to finally
reach the position that they now have, with
the group’s single “I Just Want To Be" and
the album “Secret Omen” both bulleting up
the Cash Box charts. This album is their
fourth LP with Chocolate City/Casablanca
Records. The group has evolved through a
variety of names, such as The Mighty Gees,
Concrete Wall, and The New York City
Players. Though they originally gained a lot
of their following as The New York City
Players, they changed it when they signed
with Chocolate Cigy, because it was too
similar to The Ohio Players, whose label
was also distributed by Polygram.

Leader of the group Larry Blackmon has
been the main force that has keptthe group
together over the years. Blackmon ex-
plains, “We worked a long time on the east
coast, touring with The Dells, The Chi-lites,
The Manhattans, and several others, until
we had a very good following of our own.”

During the four years they have been with
Chocolate City Records, the group’s album
sales have progressed steadily. “Even
though sometimes we did not have the
chart records that some groups had, we
were still able to tour and sustain ourselves
because we have built a following thatloves
our act,” says Blackmon.

Referring to the concept of the group,
which Blackmon calls "Cameosis.” he says,
“I believe that the sincerity in delivering our
material is what has brought us the success
we have had to date, and that sincerity will
ultimately be responsible for any future
successes we might have. We have tried to
maintain a concept of being more than just
musicians, which | think has helped us in
the long run.”

The New York-based group is now
focusing on bringing more attention to the
individuals in the group.

Cameo consists of Blackmon on guitar,
Gregory "“Straps” Johnson on keyboards;
Tomi "“Tee” Jenkins, vocals: brothers
Nathan Leftenant, trumpet; Arnet Lefte-
nant, tenor sax, woodwinds; Anthony
Lockett, guitar; Wayne Cooper, vocals;
Aaron Mills, bass; and Damon Mendes,
drums.

Blackmon first started composing music
at the tender age of 14. He formed his first
group during that time, and recalls how he
adamantly listened to Otis Redding, James
Brown. Sam Cooke and several others that
played the Apollo Theatre in New York. The
group's first hit on Chocolate City Records
was “Rigor Mortis” in 1976, at which time,
he was attending The Julliard School of
Music. Because of the success of the
single. Blackmon left the school to tour in
support of the single. Blackmon is also the
producer of the group’s albums, and writes
several of their tunes on each.

“People in the music business frequently
get the wrong impression of what we are all
working towards in this business,” says
Blackmon. He feels that we should all be
able to work together without knowing each
other, and still not feel that anyone is trying
to rip anyone off.

“We are all artists who are basically
painting the same picture. | think an artist
should be able to pick a subject that he is
famitiar with and paint that picture in his
own way without feeling threatened by
anyone.”

Outrageous Kiss Overhauls
Its Sound, But Not Its Image

LOS ANGELES — For six years
Casablanca’'s Kiss has been one of the
musical world’s most successful exponents
of heavy metal rock ‘n’ roll. However, the
controversial quartet with the strangely
painted faces — bassist Gene Simmons,
the blood spitting vampire; drummer Peter
Criss. the bewhiskered catman; lead
guitarist Ace Frehley, the silver eyed
spaceman, and rhythm gquitarist Paul
Stanley, the star-eyed sex object — has
been able to stay ahead of most of its high
decibel competitors, because of its ability
to delve into other musical genres.

"I think the thing that is most important to
Kiss, 's not to live up to anybody’s precon-
ceived notions of what or who we are,” says
guitarist Stanley. “When we went with
‘Beth,” many people said ‘You can't do a
ballac. you're a heavy metal band.’ But both
the album (‘Destroyer’) and the single were
bothin the top five. We don't feel we need to
be bound to any one musical identity.”

Perhaps the most astonishing departure
from Kiss’ heavy metal sound came with the
release of the recent “Dynasty” LP and its
first single. “I Was Made For Lovin’ You.”
The throbbing disco single, which was pen-
ned by Stanley, is currently at the #8 spot
on the Cash Box Pop Singles Chart, and the
LP has already achieved platinum status.

Disco Influence

“I think being part of the music scene and
listening to as much music as | do, it would

Nixon Tapes May
Yet Be Released

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The public may yet
have access to tape recordings made by
former President Richard M. Nixon follow-
ing a recent ruling by a federal judge. And
while Nixon’'s tapes may never bolt to the
top of the charts, Warner Bros. Records is
ready to press a two-LP set of excerpts for
public purchase. Packaging for public dis-
tribution has been ready for some time
awaiting a master disc, which will not be
availatle for several years, if at all.

Last year, the Supreme Court heard
arguments from Nixon's lawyer that the
tapes should be kept beyond the reach of
“every disc jockey and every entertainer,”
saying public distribution would cause the
former president “embarassment or men-
tal anguish.” But the high court gave indica-
tions that itwould deny that plea and rule on

In a related vein, here's an excerpt from a recent L.A. Herald
Examiner front page interview with Stan Cornyn, Warner Bros. executive vice president
and director of creative services: “The record industry, insofar as it can concentrate on
music as a wonderful thing and make good artistic judgments, is much better off than a
record industry which dedicates itself to finding out what the public’s hunger is and trying
to manufacture something for that hunger. Finding artists who think they have something
to say, getting on those artists and hoping that people will want to hear what they have to
say. is a healthy industry. Targeting an audience, then manufacturing music to meet that
audience is corruption in my mind. You have to have faith in the talent and let the talent lead
you, rather than the marketplace.”

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20th-Fox Cuts
Record Loss In
Second Quarter

LOS ANGELES — Although second quarter
revenues dipped slightly, Twentieth
Century-Fox Records had a sharply
reduced loss compared to the similar
period in 1978.

For the three months ended June 30,
1979, revenues were $2.23 million com-
pared to $2.5 million a year ago. The $376,-
000 toss registered by the records and
music publishing subsidiary of Twentieth
Century-Fox Fitm Corp. compares with a
$2.1 million deficit in 1978.

Revenues for the first six months of 1979
totaled $5.12 million against $7.62 million
for the similar period last year. The first half
loss of $565,000 compares with a $2.11
miltlion deficit in 1978.

Meanwhile, the parent reported second
quarter earnings of $7.78 million, or 91
cents a share, onrevenues of justover $147
million. This compares with earnings of
$15.5 million, or $1.95 a share, on revenues
of $149 million for the similar period in
1978.

For the first half of 1979, Twentieth
Century-Fox Film Corp. reported earnings
of $26.9 million, or $3.24 a share, on
revenues of about $307 million. This com-
pares to earnings of $32.9 million, or $4.16
a share, on revenues of $308 million in
1978.

At the same time, the parent’'s board of
directors declared a quarterly dividend on
its common stock of 35 cents a share,
payable Aug. 23 to shareholders of record
as of Aug. 6.

NEW YORK — The New York area retail
price war that developed earlier this year
when Korvettes began advertising $7.98 list
product for $3.99. entered a new phase last
week when Jimmy's Music World, the four-
store retail chain that established itse!f as
the lowest-priced dealer in N.Y.C. in 1977
launched a $3.99 pricing policy on selected
$8.98 product.

The titles, which were featured in the
August 2 edition of the Daily News, included
Dire Straits’ “Communique,” The Village
People's “Go West,” The Cars’ “Candy-0,”
“Earth, Wind & Fire's Greatest Hits,” Peter
Frampton’'s “Where | Should Be,” Wings’
“Back to the Egg,” and ELO’s “Discovery.”
The chain also advertised the latest albums
by Blondie, Linda Ronstadt, Stephanie
Milis, Meat Loaf, Anne Murray, “Marshall
Tucker's Greatest Hits,” and Queen’s
“Jazz" for $3.99.

Meanwhile, Alexander's, a 15-unit
department store chain, Korvettes, and The
Record Hunter all dipped below the $3.99
sale price for selected merchandise. Alex-
ander's offered nine Polygram-distributed
titles for $3.94, including current LPs by
Peaches & Herb, James Brown, Billy
Thorpe, Con Funk Shun, Johnny Guitar
Watson, Bram Tchaikovsky, Pat Travers,
Blackjack, and Nuggets. Korvettes also
featured 2 LPs for $3.94, most notably
Southside Johnny and the Asbury Jukes'
“The Jukes,” The Knack's “Get the Knack,”

Babies,” and Spyro Gyra's “Morning

cutbacks, King said, “We are more than
willing to sit down with pool directors and
iron out our differences.”

The most important of those differences,
at least from the labels’ point of view, is
some pools’ apparent unwillingness to fill
out feedback cards, questionnaires which
accompany records shipped to the pools
and which the DJs are supposed to fill out.
The labels use this information to assess
product popularity, audienceresponse and
specific demographic information.

It is this lack of response, not economic
reasons, which has led Arista’s disco
promotion director, Audrey Joseph, to
“clean up” her mailing list. “Aristaisingood
financial shape, so | don’t have to cutback
our servicing of the pools; however, | am
going to limit the product we send to inef-
fective ones.”

Joseph defines “ineffective” pools as
those which do not provide her with vital
demogaraphicinformation. “How am | sup-
posed to market a record if | don't know
where it's being listened to and who's
listening? It's important to know if a par-
ticular record is breaking in, say, agay club
or a black club.”

The pools’ reluctance to furnish labels
with feedback cards, Joseph suspects, may
be due to their fear that the record com-
panies will use the DJs’ addresses listed on
the cards to mail product directly to the
jocks.

“First of all,” Joseph counters, “if | really
wanted a DJ's address, | could getit. And if
we were to stop servicing the pools
because of the lack of feedback, the DJs
would contact us directly in order to get the
product. Either way, the end result would
be the same: direct mailing to DJs.”

Feedback Dilemma

RSO may have come up with away to cir-
cumvent the feedback card dilemma. Disco
promotion director Arnie Smith has setup a

ularity of car stereos. Many people are tap-
ing their albums for use in their cars, t00,”
she explained.

This assessment was echoed by Ben
Karol, president of the King Karol's chain in
New York. Estimating the chain's blank
tape volume at 12-15,000 units per month,
Karol noted that in addition to taping
records for use in car and home units, a
great number of customers were apparen-
tly taping live concerts and operas on the
radio and television. “We sell a lot of blank
tapes prior to these broadcasts.” Karol ad-
ded.

On the subject of space devoted to biank
tape display, Karol explained that the
chain's format of selling blank and pre-

ford Townsend Band, and ABBA. But
Engler indicates that the Aladdin is offering
fewer rock acts than a couple of years ago.

“We would book more rock acts if more
were out on tour and able to stop in Las
Vegas." Engler reports. “Butit's notthatim-
portant to us really, because we're in the
casino business, not entertainment.”

The demands of the casino business are
perhaps the most serious obstacle working
against contemporary recording artists in
Las Vegas. Filling the showrooms is not
nearly as important to the major hotels as
drawing gamblers.

"Lots of younger acts draw great
crowds,” says Peter Anthony of the Sahara
Hotel. “but when the show's over it's like
someone yelled ‘Fire!’ They run for the exits
and don't stay and play. We want to book
the acts that draw players. Some acts can
do better for a hotel by drawing a haif-
house of players than a fuil-house of
walkers.

Caesars, MGM

Two of the biggest and most luxurious
hotels in Vegas, Caesars Palace and the
MGM Grand, have been in the forefront in
bringing leading recording artists to town.
Both continue to rely primarily on well-
established headliners, but have been
bringing new faces in as well.

Alan Margulies, director of entertain-
ment and special events for Caesars, has
stated recently that his hotel is after the best
talentit canfind in all fields, aslongasthere
is no problem with “vuigarity.” Cher and
Willie Nelson have done excellent business
for Caesars in recent weeks.

“We're looking for instant, sustaining
marquee clout,” says MGM's Bill Bray. “But
having recording success doesn’t guaran-
tee the success of an act in Vegas, so we
have to be very careful.” Recording artists
who have mustered sufficient clout to bring
their shows to the Grand this summer in-
clude Donna Summer, Seals & Crofts and
Gloria Gaynor.

Other hotels moving more toward
recording artists include the Rivieraand the
Silverbird (formerly the Thunderbird). Up-
coming at the Riviera are Glen Campbell,
Steve Martin/Steve Goodman, and a disco
festival hosted by Wolfman Jack. The
Silverbird has had great success with
Johnny Paycheck, who also did well for the
Landmark previously, and has Freddy Fen-
der and Ray Charles on its schedule.

‘Las Vegas can’'t keep going with the
same familiar faces forever,” concludes
Les Ritchie, veteran entertainment writer
for the Las Vegas Sun. “How many times
can people see Shecky Greene, Tom
Jones. Foster Brooks and the others who
also get a lot of TV exposure?

“Contemporary acts draw different
crowds than we normally get for dinner
shows. They draw the younger people who
we need to keep coming back if Vegas is to
remain as popular as it is now.”

recorded tapes in their own separate sec-
tion was virtually unchanged from previous
years: but nevertheless. “50 feet can do a
hell of a lot of business,” he said.

In the midwest, the Indianapolis-based
Fathers & Suns wholesale operation has
also experienced “a little growth” in the
sales of blank tapes, but the prevailing
trend has been paraliel to record sales
figures.

“Business in blank tapes is about the
same as records,” explained operations
manager Larry Coulter. "Blank tape sales
have grown a little bit in the past few years,
but there's a direct correlation to record
sales.”

Still, Coulter also pointed out that
merchandising has become more impor-
tant to the tape manufacturing companies.
“Merchandising has increased significantly
and now includes things like T-shirts, belt
buckles. dress shirts, hats and the like. The
companies are much more attuned to seli-
ing the product now.”

This increased emphasis upon
merchandising was also noted by Dale
Kolander, accessory/instrument/sheet
music/music book product supervisor for
the Pickwick retail operations.

Stating that biank tape sales were on the
upswing again after a slight stump “a cou-
ple of months ago,” Kolander went on to
say that “a lot of tape companies are
promoting their high end tapes by
specifically labelling them for ‘rock,’
‘classical’ and so forth.”

Thus. as marketing and merchandising
grow more sophisticated for blank tapes,
sales figures continue to climb. However, a
controversial paint regarding the ultimate
legality of home taping of music remains a
question that needs a solution.

“The way we look at it,” said Stan Gor-
tikov, president of the RIAA, “itis not‘home
taping.’itis ‘home piracy.’ We feelitisanin-
fringement of the copyright laws.”

Explaining that the RIAA is awaiting the
results and findings of a survey of home
taping currently being conducted by the
U.S. Copyright Royalty Tribunal, Gortikov
stated that the RIAA is in favor of some sort
of tax on tape recording equipment and
blank tapes. “Germany is the most advan-
ced nation today when it comes to dealing
with home taping,” Gortikov said. “They
have a modest tax on tape hardware sales.
The taxes collected are distributed as
royalties through an ASCAP-type organiza-
tion.”

Should the findings of the Copyright
Royalty Tribunal indicate that legal action is
necessary to curb the alleged copyrightin-
fringements caused by home taping, Gor-
tikov added that the RIAA would favor “not
just a straight percentage on the sales of
blank tapes, but a variable rate more com-
mensurate with the loss suffered by the ar-
tist, record company, publisher, composer
and others. We would push for a fair rate to
be worked out.”

While stating that the ITA’s position on
the matter was “neutral,” Finley did note
that “both sides have their justifications.
Record companies and the artists certainly
should get their money, but with taxes on
hardware and the tapes themselves, there
would be no tape industry.”

LOS ANGELES — Lieberman Enterprises
has acquired the business of Supersound
One-Stop in Seattle, which discontinues
operation Aug. 6.

According to an agreement announced
last week. Lieberman will service the 235
former Supersound accounts out of its
Portiand branch and has retained a former
Supersound salesperson, Cass Neilson, as
a representative in Seattle.

Supersound, a subsidiary of Gull In-
dustries, operated as a one-stop for about
one year following the purchase of the
operation from ABC Records. ~

GREEK THEATRE. L.A. — With his
“Breezin’ ” album a few years ago, George
Benson broke through to the vast pop audi-
ence and established himself as one of
today's top jazz performers. During his re-
cent sell-out series of shows at the Greek,
the quitar virtuoso showed that he has no
intention of resting on his faurels.

For his dates at the Greek. Benson put
together an outstanding lineup of musi-
cians including guitarist Phil Upchurch.

For everyone concerned, it was a swing-
ing night. Debuting a band that included
Rafael Cruz on congas and percussion.
Frank Gravis on bass, Tito Melendez on
guitar, Claudio Roditi on trumpet and
keyboards. Leroy Clouder on drums and a
fantastic new singer named Linda
Sharrock. Mann captured the crowd with a
setthatincluded material spanning his long
and varied career.

Including such numbers as that vintage
Mann cut “Memphis Underground.” “Sir
Charles Duke" (a tribute to Charles Mingus
and Duke Ellington), a Milton Nascimento
song featuring Rafael Cruz on a variety of
native Brazilian percussion instruments
and the ubiquitous “Watermelon Man,”
Mann’s show was indeed a worthy return to
the L.A. jazz scene.

No less impressive was Marn’s return to
the tenor sax. which he left in favor of the
flute in 1952. Interpreting the Charlie
Parker/Jay McShann tune “Jumpin’ The
Blues.” Mann showed that he is almost as
comfortable with his old instrument as he is
with his favorite one.

Finally. for the encore that was im-
perative after the rousing rendition of
“Watermelon Man." Mann and the band
broke into their latest, the title cut from the
“Super Mann" LP.

Allin all. it was a triumphantand very en-
joyable return to L.A. for Herbie Mann.

The Asbury Jukes

CENTRAL PARK. NYC — Southside
Johnny and the Asbury Jukes have built
their reputation on the strength of their live
performances, which have remained ex-
tremely consistent over the course of a
rather uneven recording career. Their last
album, “Hearts of Stone,” was arguably
their best effort to date, but the recently

released “Jukes” LP on Mercury hasitsups
and downs. Nonetheless, Southside and
the band are talented musicians who invest
their music with a soaring intensity, and at
the Dr. Pepper Festival in Central Park last
week, they performed with the kind of con-
viction that makes one forget their artistic
shortcomings.

As the vocalist and leader of the Jukes.
Southside John Lyon is a gritty and
energetic singer whose vocabulary and
phrasing draws heavily from 1950s rhythm-
and-blues and early and mid-'60s soul
music. He is also a remarkably assured
bandleader, and it is precisely this quality
that enables this listener to overlook his
limitations as a vocalist. Still, there is an
urgency to his vocals that brings his
message across in both the abrasiveness of
his delivery and the unflagging support of
his band, whose playing was positively in-
spirational for most of the evening. Thiswas
especially true of the more familiar tunes
from the group’s three Epic albums.

For all the sentimentality connected with
the concert (it was the group’s third ap-
pearance at the Festival in as many years),
it should be made clear that the composi-
tions on their current album simply do not
match the quality of the many songs pen-
ned by their former producer and manager,
Steve Van Zandt. While Lyon’s various
themes and emotions disquised much of
the lyric content of the new tunes inconcert,
one sorely missed the many Van Zandt com-
positions that the group used to play so fre-
quently.

In spite of this, the album marks a new
beginning for the band. One can only hope
that as Lyon’s voice grows to become a
more flexible instrument, so too will the
group gain confidence in its ability to write
more creatively. leo sacks

THE ROXY. L.A. — The expression “ner-
vous on the road” was never more apt than
it was for this band's recent opening night
performance. One can easily understand
and forgive the jitters, however, when one
unavoidably stops to reminisce about Bad-
finger's. at times, often painful pin-ball
machine past.

Despite a tendency to re-channel an
overabundance of adrenalin into their set,
making the entire proceedings zip along at
a breakneck pace. Badfinger totally
transcended the nostalgia rat trap and
delivered an hour’'s worth of rock-steady
power pop.

Drawing primarily from a combination of
their current E/A album “Airwaves” and
their post-Apple releases, lead guitarist
Joey Moliand and bassist Tom Evans gave
both their unadorned instrumental ap-
proach and their sterling vocal harmonies a
sense of urgency that was more a symptom
of unabashed exuberance than it was a
plea for audience acceptance.

Of the newer material, “Look Out,
California” was a noteworthy stand out and
the “oldies,” though at a minimum (“No
Matter What was missing in action)
meshed in well with current compositions
and as the set got into high gear drew no
more (or no less) of an enthusiastic
response.

Ably assisting on keyboards was ex-
Detective Tony Kaye. His stoically
demeanored contribution emerged as an
integral part of the total excitement and the
band's definite rhythmic cornerstone.

Despite the palpable tension displayed
by Molland and Evans (their mutually blur-
ted. thick Liverpudlian stage patter often
tripped over itself), the evening was clearly

STARWOOD, L.A. — John Cougar
deserves to come back. He has been play-
ing and making great records for long
enough without public recognition. Cougar
has returned, and this time with his fourth
album and a live show that portrays Cougar
and five-piece band as a tough and tactfull
musical unit that abounds in midwestern
musical stamina.

The show was tough in the sense that
Cougar. in the course of two hours, takes
the American lifestyle and wrings it out
musically. Cougar live exemplifies and am-
plifies a street feeling without the glamour
and special effects of the big city crooners.

The show is tactful in the sense that it has
an assembly line perfection and feeling to
it. Musically. it segues from slow to fast,
from cold to hot. While most bands only
strike this diversity in the studio, Cougar
draws and grips emotion, then suddenly
steps back and simply rocks.

Cougar's two-hour show was centered
mainly around material from his new Riva
release. However, a few earlier tunes were
spotlighted. most notably a re-worked and
extended version of “American Dream”
from his much underrated debut release on
MCA. Another highlight was the sleeper
cut. “1 Need A Lover"” from Cougar’s first
Riva album, “A Biography” never released
in the States. (Incidently, “I Need A Love”
re-appears on Cougars’' latest domestic
release.) Cougar and band also blasted out
two steaming covers of Rod Stewart's (also
in attendance) “Cut Across Shorty” and
Skyhook's classic, “You Only Like Me
Because I'm Good In Bed.’

All in all, Cougar's live set abounds in a
full range of sound and emotional transi-
tions. marty sob¢

THE WHISKY, L.A. — Throughoutits seven
year history, the hard working and equally
hard rocking sextet known as Bluebeard
has undergone a vast metamorphosis that
would have left a less determined band in
splinters long ago. Originating from that hot-
bed of California heavy metal known as
Orange County, they've watched peers
such as Van Halen go on to make platinum-
selling albums. Bad management and a
poorly produced independent LP soon
made the band realize they had to change
both management and direction.

Now, under the full-throtle direction of
manager-producer John Sheinberg, who is
actively seeking a major label contract for
the group. and a turn to contemporary pop-
rock. Bluebeard may well be on its way.

If the reaction of the mostly female
audience at The Whisky was any indication,
they already have a strong teen appeal.
Singer Barry Leech makes a confident,
energetic front man, while dual guitarists
Vincent Penny and Vincent Bitetti trade
licks fluidly. Danny Bogan on drums and
Gayle Hart on bass hold down arock steady
rhythm section with ease, while keyboardist
Bob Campbell rounds out the full-textured
sound of the group.

City jazz in the '30s and 40s, and was one of the first bandleaders to employ Charlie Parker.

JAZZ AT THE OLYMPICS? — You bet! Jazzmobile, New York City’s versatile jazz ensem-
ble. has been chosen to perform at the Winter Olympic Games in Lake Placid in February,
1980. The Jazzmobile unit headed by Billy Taylor will appear in concert and in informal
settings all over the Adirondack region during the games and help create a festive at-
mosphere.

TRISTANO FOUNDATION — The Lennie Tristano Jazz Foundation has been established
to continue the exposure for the pianist-composer'’s jazz style. Pianist Connie Crothers is
president of the organization which will promote concerts and produce records on
Tristano's Jazz Records label. The first LP will be a 1949 session featuring Lennie Tristano
with Wayne Marsh and Billy Bauer. The material is previously unissued. Pianist/singer Liz
Gorril will also be included in the first release.

ARTIST PROFILE — Although best known for her improvisational work with progressive
jazz-rock units Return To Forever and Mahavishnu Orchestra, Gayle Moran maintains that
her debut Warner Bros. album defies categorization. In fact, the pixie-ish keyboardist-
composer-vocalist says the LP owes just as much to her early training in classical and
gospel as it does to her experience in the '70s with such ploneerlnq fusionists as John
McLaughlin and Chick Corea. “The album is very Victorian,” she told Cash Box, “because
there is a lot in it. There are many layers of sounds and textures, liner notes, pictures of all
the players, and besides that, the record is 57 minutes long.” She adds that the cover
photo, which shows her in a floor-length gown surrounded by antique furniture and instru-
ments. reflects her passion for the classics of that era. “There is a timeless feeling to the
music.” notes Moran. “The title, ‘| Loved You Then ... | Love You Now,’ refers to the
spiritual side of a person, which is never-ending.” But itis glso avery contemporary album,
featuring electronic keyboards and extensive use of multi-tracking. On the tune “Breath Of
Love.” for example, the backup choir is actually Moran's voice recorded over 18 tracks.
Moran. who began playing piano at the age of three, said she was first attracted to jazz
because of “its freedom of expression. You can stretch out as far as you want,” she says, “in
terms of melody and improvisation.” However, Moran adds she didn’t set out to become a
jazz artist. She recalls leaving the midwest for New York in the early '70s in order to expand
her musical horizons. She first joined a jazz rock group called Jatra, singing, writing and
playing keyboards. Guitarist John MclLaughlin heard the band and subsquently asked

EMI'S VIDEO WING TESTS MARKET WATERS — Though only a month old, the em-
bryonic video wing of EMI Ltd., EMI Videograms, is already starting to engage in “an in-
depth study of the commercial video market,” said president Gary Dartnall. Dartnall added
that, “one of the best ways to research a market is to get into it.” Indicating that EMI
Videograms plans to release a series of feature films that will include several of the now-
classic Ealing Comedies from England, such as “The Lavender Hill Mob” and “The
Ladykillers,” plus “The Third Man,” and “The Servant,” Dartnall expects that this initial
venture will provide the company with some idea of the direction of the home video market
as well as its current disposition. For the time being, EMI Videograms will be drawing all of
their programming from software “that has been produced for another medium.” but
Dartnall pointed out that they “have been approached by third party producers who have
offered us product and we won't rule out the possibility of releasing such software in the
future.” Both he and market research director Bill Burkhalter are also looking at artist
promotional films from various record labels in the hopes that they will be able to adapt
those type of presentations to home use as well. “Of paramount importance to us right now
is the clearance of rights to all of these different properties,’ said Dartnall. “The home video
market is still so new that most of these matters have yet to be ironed out. We are also hop-
ing that standardization of hard and software will be resolved within the next few years.” In
the meantime, EM! Videograms still has a "vast market” of feature films (from EMI Films)
upon which to draw and an ever-growing fund of new titles to choose from. Although dis-
tribution of product for the video wing is “unclear at this time,” the company is eyeing
record distribution and retailing channels as a viable marketing avenue for their software.
VIDEO PROMO TEST — In other areas of video research, Steve Salsberg. vice president
of marketing for Lieberman Enterprises of Minneapolis, revealed that the record
wholesaler is planning to test the effectiveness of in-store video promotion shortly. Withina
month, self-enclosed fixtures containing a television monitor and an industrial Sony
Betamax VTR will be placed in selected retail locations, with each fixture presentingacon-
tinuously repeating half-hour video program featuring four artists with each segment
separated by a brief commercial message. Surrounding the fixtures will be racks of
records containing product by the featured artists and the presentations will be changed
every 3-4 weeks. Lieberman has been featuring promotional videos for the past two years
in Sears outlets, primarily in Chicago, St. Louis and Kansas City, but Salsberg said that
their effectiveness hasn't really been determined. Negotiations are underway with Jerry
Landry Productions, which has already established and marketed the PromoVision show
to retailers, to package the video tapes. Salsberg added that he felt that video promotions
could be very beneficial to album sales but as of yet there is no solid evidence for it.
L.A’S MEDA HITS RECORD RETAILERS WITH VIDEO PRODUCTS — Media Home En-
tertainment of Los Angeles (MEDA) has already gained a solid track record for sales in
retail record outlets in California, according to Jerry Nieves of the firm. MEDA's current
catalog of video titles is being sold by such record retail chains as The Wherehouse, Big
Ben’s and Licorice Pizza and the firm is enjoying success with such music titles as The
Beatle’s “Magic Mystery Tour,” “Yessongs,” “Jimmy Hendrix In Concert” and “Rod
Stewart In Concert” in addition to a wide selection of feature films. MEDA recently
released Drew Cumming’s “20 Years Of Rock And Roll” and is constantly on the search for
new music films as well as independently produced features.
‘JESUS’ AND CHARLIE BROWN ADDED TO RCA VID DISC CATALOG — RCA has ob-
tained to Franco Zeffirelli's “Jesus of Nazareth” and 21 of the “Peanuts” programs, starring
Charlie Brown, for inclusion in its initial “Selectavision” videodisc catalogue. RCA will
reproduce all seven hours of the much-acclaimed Biblical epic and the corporation has
also gotten the go-ahead to place one or more “Peanuts” programs on a single video disc.
LARGEST VIDEOTAPE FACILITY BEGINS PRODUCTION — Memorex Corp., in a joint
venture with Bell and Howell, has begun producing VHS video cassettes in whatis reputed
to be one of the world’'s largest assembly and duping facilities for video cassettes located in
Elk Grove Village, lllinois. Bell & Howell's share of the cassettes will be used in its video
duplication facility while Memorex blank cassettes will be available later this month.
VIDEO CLIPS — Rosebud Films recently wrapped up a shoot on Ashford and Simpson,
performing live at the Copacabana in New York, in addition to a half-hour special on Bob
Welch, which was made for prime time airing . . . Motown Records is presently readying
30-second spots on both Diana Ross and The Commodores for network TV. The label also
completed a promotional film on new artist Teena Marie, primarily for international use . . .
A newvideo fromIreland’s Boomtown Rats is out but only for international markets. Focus-
ing on the group's current British chart topper, “I Don't Like Mondays,” which portrays
story of Brenda Spencer, the San Diego schoolgirl who shot her principal and several
classmates. The video is aknockout and hopefully it will be available herein the near future
... Elektra/Asylum has loops ready on The Cars, Queen, Carly Simon, Louise Goffin,
Planet Records’ Night and Pink Lady for in-store promotion. In addition, all of these tapes,
with the exception of The Cars, can be seen on ON-TV, the subscription television outlet for
much of the San Fernando Valley and parts of Los Angeles. in September.

Davis Molds Arista

Arista Records was formed in 1974 when
Clive Davis, former president of CBS
Records. took over Bell Records and affec-
ted a sweeping change in the company’s
marketing strategy, shifting from a singles-
oriented approach to one based on album
sales and career development of individual
artists and groups.

Barry Manilow has been the most suc-
cessful example of Arista’'s approach, hav-
ing garnered six platinum and seven gold
albums in the last five years. “Manilow
Live,” Manilow's best-selling album, has
sold over 4 million units to date.

Both the Bay City Rollers and Melissa
Manchester, who were also inherited from
the Bell Records roster, have similarly
achieved good, though erratic sales

GAOQ for Sen. Ernest F. Hollings (D-S.C.),
chairman fo the Senate Communications
subcommittee. It took 10 months to com-
pile and includes interviews with FCC com-
missioners, staff members and outside ob-
servers of the agency.

Planning Hit

The FCC’s lack of long-range planning
for a rapidly changing industry was a chief
complaint by those interviewed. “Most
commissioners realized that rapid tech-
nological change was occurring in the
industries the FCC regulates and that, as a
result. the FCC faced an uncertain future,”
the report stated.

As a result of this lack of planning, the
agency is suffering from pervasive morale
problems. The leadership problems and
poor management “may have impaired
morale throughout the organization,” the
report said. There is a tendency to pro-
crastinate. the GAO study found. and the
management situation has not improved
since an internal review conducted seven
years ago found the same problems.

Among the problems the report spelled
out: ‘‘communications weaknesses,
pclarization, and alienation of staff (‘ins’
versus ‘outs’) and negative perceptions of
management style.” The result has been
“less than fully effective motivation of staff,
the report concluded.

Arista has atso developed its own artists,
including rock artist Patti Smith, the Out-
laws, Eric Carmen and Tycoon. In addition.
the company developed a reputation for
acquiring veteran rock and rollers from
other labels and for attempting to re-
juvenate their careers at Arista. Noteworthy
examples include the Grateful Dead, the
Kinks, Lou Reed, Al Stewart and Graham
Parker.

Arista’s most recent breakthrough has
been in the field of black music, where the
company has developed such acts as GQ,
Raydio, Norman Connors and Angela
Bofill. GQ’'s debut single. “Disco Nights”
was Arista’'s most recent gold single.

Financial Growth & Decline

Financially. Arista has grown at a rapid
rate. as net world-wide revenues climbed
from $19.4 million for the first full year of
operation in 1975 to almost $66 million for
fiscal year 1978, which ended June 30,
1978.

However. Arista was a hard-hit victim of
the sales slump which has plagued the
record industry in 1979. The company's
most recently released financial figures for
the third quarter of 1979 ended March 31,
revealed that profits plunged 83% to $163.-
000 from $985,000 for the year earlier
period. Revenues dropped 12% to $18.3
million, compared with $20.7 million one
year earlier.

For the nine-month period ended March
31, Arista’'s profits slipped 7% to $3.02
million from $3.23 million. Revenues for the
nine-month period rose 10% to $61.8
million against $56.2 million.

Ariola Increases Publishing Profile

Ariola’'s acquisition of Arista substan-
tially increases the German-based com-
pany’'s presence in the American music
market, especially in the publishing field.
Ariola already owns Interworld Music
Group, headed by Mike Stewart. which ac-
quired RCA’s domestic Sunbury/Dunbar
publishing comoany in April. 1978.

Arista Music, headed by Billy Meschel.
while becoming part of the Ariola fold. will,
an Arista spokesperson stressed. remain
an independent operation.

Burke Research Throwing In
Towel, At Least Temporarily

NEW YORK — Burke Broadcasting Re-
search, a division of Burke International
Research, has put a halt to its radio ratings
service. The company, which had approxi-
mately 50 clients, was one of the few ratings
service alternatives to Arbitron following
the demise of Audits & Surveys’ Trac 7.

The decision was based on financial ten-
ants set by Burke’s parent company, which
felt that the service was not receiving the
kind of support from the broadcast com-
munity that it warranted.

As aresult of the decision, Burke Broad-
cast Research has suspended operations
for the July-August ratings period, 77 peo-
ple have been terminated and Harry
Bolger, president of the broadcast re-
search company, has resigned.

Insufficient Income

Lou Albert, who is presently serving as
head of Burke Broadcast Research, said,
“Basically, the decision was relevant to the
amount of money it would take to stay in the

radio ratings service game. Our board of
directors felt that the possibility of losing
money in 1979 and 1980 was too great.
Support by broadcasters was coming at a
much slower rate than we had anticipated
at our most pessimistic level.”

Although Burke Broadcasting has sus-
pended operations for the summer, Roger
Schoor, group vice president of Burke
International Research, seemed hopeful
about resuming the service in the fall.

October Return?

“We are making every effortin the sum-
mer weeks to gain the necessary funds to
continue surveying in October,” reported
Schoor.

Burke Radio Research is currently in the
process of contacting major broadcasting
aroups throughout the country and ex-
plaining the service to them. It is the com-
pany’s hope that the broadcast industry will
support the alternative service in the form
of financial commitment.

A&M Teams With WNEW-FM/NY
For Triple Live Broadcast Feature

NEW YORK — On July 26, WNEW-FM/New
York and A&M Records made an unpre-
cedented broadcast in FM history, with the
transmission of three consecutive live per-
formances from three different locations.
Beginning with Joan Armatrading’s show at
the Beacon Theater, WNEW-FM then car-
ried Squeeze's Club 57 performance and
completed the evening with Tim Curry's
midnight performance from the Bottom
Line.
Logistical Problems

Many logistical problems had to be over-
come to make the broadcasts possible.
Mobile vans and phone lines were ar-
ranged from the Beacon and Club 57 with
the Bottom Line already having equipment
permanently installed. David Vander Hey-
den, from Prodigal Sound, mixed all three
shows and had to be rushed from venue to
venue in order to insure proper sound and
equipment checks. WNEW-FM staff en-
gineer, Peter Feldman, told Cash Box, ‘|
want to stress the great cooperation we re-
ceived from Rick Stone and A&M Records
and especially the artists who were keenty
aware of the broadcasts and the timing in-
volved. There was never any more than 15
minutes between broadcasts.”

Richard Neer, programming coordina-
tor for the station, said, “The last time we

can determine anything like this was done,
was forty years ago when WNEW-AM did
location broadcasts from three or four dif-
ferent sites. That was in the big band era
from hotel ballrooms.”

From there, the two became instrumen-
tat in heralding an era of Philly soul,
significantly more soulful than Dick Clark’s
Philly teen product, yet imbued with a
melodic and orchestral sophistication un-
precedented for black music. The duo
evolved from outside productions for ar-
tists like Jerry Butler which resulted in
classic tunes like “Only the Strong Sur-
vive,” “Hey Western Union Man,” and
others and the Soul Survivors' “Ex-
pressway to Your Heart" to material for
their own label like the Intruders’ “Cowboys
To Girls” and “Love Is Just Like A Baseball
Game.”

Surviving The ’60s

Gamble and Huff handily survived the of-
ten cataclysmic musical changes of the '60s
by sticking to the local street-based R&B
music they knew best. “We try to follow the
flow of things around us,” says Gamble.
“The only changes we don’t follow are the
ones thatthe music business goes through.
To give you an example, many of our
records like the Intruders’ ‘I'll Always Love
My Mama'’ and the O'Jays’ ‘Love Train' were
instrumental to the development of disco,
and today disco is so predominant that you
have people making records with a
stopwatch by their side so they can get the
rhythm that came naturally to us. But when
we came with our new Teddy Pendergrass
album, we went the other way. We filled it
with ballads, and it's a monster.”

But clearly, it is since the duo joined
forces with CBS Records, some nine years
ago that they have enjoyed their greatest
degree of commercial success and market
penetration, first propelied by strings of hits
by the O'Jays (“Back Stabbers,” “Living For
the Weekend"); Billy Paul (the grammy win-
ning “Me and Mrs. Jones”) and the group
from which Teddy Pendergrass came,
Harold Melvin and the Blue Notes (“The
Love | Lost,” “Bad Luck,” and “"Wake Up

Everybody”).
CBS And BMA

Although Gamble describes the duo's
relationship with CBS as “‘a good marriage
of our creativity and their administrative
ability” he still reserves criticism for the
business side of music. ""The music
business has to grow up,” he says. “On the
manufacturer's end, the creation of divi-
sions like black music marketing is un-
healthy, while radio’s narrow-mindedness
is impossible. You can’t imagine the
frustration of hearing ‘Your record is too
black sounding."”

As a result of such issues, Gamble played
an instrumental role in founding the Black
Music Association. And though Huff has not
had as high a profile in the BMA, Gamble
says of Huff. “He and | are one.” “Kenny's in-
volvement with the BMA is an extension of
ideas he’s been expressing foralong time,”
says Huff. And Gamble adds,“One of the
issues that has always concerned me is the
inadequate access that the black man has
to information in this business. To give you
an example, | had a retail shop when | first
started out. But it wasn't until t had been in
business for quite some time that | found
out that the guy who had the record store
four blocks down from me was getting his
45s for 41 cents, while | was paying 66 cents
for mine. Now how could | possibly com-
pete with that?”

It is because of that concern that the duo
list as their influences an unlikely pairing as
Berry Gordy and Nate McCallum. While
Gordy, whose Motown empire was the most
successful record company ever built by a
black man and made Gordy "“our role
model,” according to Huff, it was McCallum
who owned the Calla label, who sat Gamble
down, “and explained the economic
breakdown of the business to me.”

Today with all aspects of their business
completely under control, the two give no in-
dication of loosening their hold on

charts.
Future Projects

In addition to the perpetuation of acts
they've already broken, like Lou Rawls and
Teddy Pendergrass, this year alone has
seen the emergence of new starsin P.I1.R.s
roster like the Jones Girls and McFadden
& Whitehead. The duo is optimistic
about signing Bobby Rush and the
Stylistics. They are also considering solo
projects for each of the three O’Jays, Walter
Williams, Sammy Strain, and lead singer
Eddie Levert, and may even cut their own
solo albums. Huff, in fact has been “laying
down tracks here and there in my spare
time, and | continue to play piano hours
every day trying to develop new ideas.”

“Music is a beautiful thing,” conctudes
Gamble, “and it's so free. Man has used
every other means to try and communicate
with his fellow man butI'm certain he would
find that as a universal language none of
these things could compare to music.”

“and we are certainly not an exception. |
think everyone is examining their particular
organization in light of current economic
conditions, and | like to think that we've
made our contribution by streamlining our
operation. My immediate concerns are to
assess the needs of this company in an at-
tempt to shape our future direction.”

Fead, who forsees “an overall reduction
in the number of releases from mostmajor
record companies, including RCA,” said
that he intended to review the label's
relationship to each one of its artists in an
attempt to evaluate the direction the com-
pany will take with its acts. “Any record
company today that is cognizant of good
business practices is going to have to be
very selective in the talent that they acquire
and the music that they intend to continue
with.” he said. “It's a matter of becoming
more selective in the marketing of your
music.”

‘Satistied’ With Label Relationships

Commenting on the current status of the
company’s relationship with its distributed
labels, Fead said that he was “quite
satisfied with all of the working
relationships RCA currently maintains.
Asked if the amount of pressing A&M has
reportedly taken back to CBS Records has
hurt its relationship with RCA, Fead said
that it had not.

“From the creative standpoint, the flow of
product between RCA and its associated
labels is as good as I've ever dealt with and
our chart representation certainly
demonstrates our ability to show
leadership in all categories of music,” he
concluded.

I'm not retiring at all. | have some
ideas in the area of management and book-
ing | would like to try and put into practice. |
just need time to think some of these things
through.”

Neal also said he would probably be in-
volved as a consultant in management and
booking and will spend time writing an
autobiography of his experiences in coun-
try music.

In the fate '50s in Memphis, Neal was co-
owner of Stars, Inc.. a talent agency that
handied the early careers of Johnny Cash,
Carl Perkins. Roy Orbison, Jerry Lee Lewis
and others. For several years Neal acted as
manager-agent for Cash. In 1962, he
moved to Nashville and became asso-
ciated with the Wilhelm Agency. Neal

The girls are starting to work on a
stage presentation with choreographer Bob Talmadge, who has previously done shows for
Donna Summer, Bette Midler and others. The foursome willbe appearing atthe Tropicana
in Las Vegas, in two weeks, which will be their first show in that market. They will also be
headlining for the first time on a month-long European tour during October.
PROGRAMMERS PROFILE — Jessie Fax had been the music director of WHUR in
Washington, D.C. for five years before being promoted to program
director a year ago. Fax was previously an elementary school
teacher, who decided after teaching for several years thathe would
actually like to turn his hobby into a career. His hobby had mainly
been listening to different radio formats, and sometimes taping
them and compiling tapes of the different formats. Fax had attimes
entertained the idea of getting into radio, but not very seriously, un-
til he decided he really did notlike teaching inthe Washington, D.C.
school system. WHUR was one of many stations that he would
speak to but because of its school station image, he was looking at
Jessie Fax other stations more seriously. ‘| had made a audition tape simply
by using a tape recorder, arecord player and a microphone, and thisis whatwasgiving to
programmers. who were very impressed with the tape. The general manager at the station
initially hired me to do production, but then had a change of heart. and thought I would be
better doing music research.” Fax moved into the music director’s siot. but was ironically
only on the air if someone was away. Fax is very happy thathe has been a part of the station
as it has successfully changed its “school station” image into becoming a major forcein the
market. It is presently one of the top five stations in the Washington. D.C. area. He ex-
plained that someday he would like the opportunity to take a station that is a major forcein
the market. and bring it to No. 1. Buthe says his present plans are to make WHUR the top
station in the market.

RADIO ACTIVITY — Hank Spann started last week as the new program director of WBOK
in New Orleans, replacing Bobby Earl, who has resigned from the station. Spann says,
“One of the first things we will do at the station is be more familiar. We will bring the sound
together, and control the rotation so thatrecords are being played properly. Thestation will
also continue to be very community oriented.” Spann is also handling the afternoon drive
shift . . . Gary Price, general manager at KDAY in Los Angeles, explained the changes in
the music department at that station saying, “John Beaudx ishandling music research and
talking with the promotion people that come to the station, Steve Woods will continue to
program the station and have ultimate responsibility for the music added to the station.”

“The
group consists of four guys, who are animated physicians, whose total purpose istodoctor
up the music scene,” he says.

The
show is scheduled to open Aug. 14 at the Forrest Theatre in Philadelphia, then to
Washington. D.C. and New York . . . Chaka Khan is presently in the studio with Quincy
Jones, who is producing her new album . . . Linda Clifford will be back in the studio this
week. getting her album ready for a late September release . . . From the same people who
brought you Peaches & Herb, they have now brought us Cindy & Roy, on Casablanca Rec-
ords. The album entitled “Feel It” is breaking out in several markets across the country,
with the cut “While We Still Have Time” getting the most attention . . . Paramount Pictures’
upcoming film “Sunburst” starring Farrah Fawcett Majors, will feature two cuts from the
current Heatwave album. The cuts are “One Night Tan,” and “The Night We Fell.

toll free number which pool directors who
wish to remain on RSO’s mailing list will be
required to call on a regular basis.

“We'll also be using more discretion in
the kind of product we send to particular
regions of the country. We'll be sending
specific product to those areas which play
that kind of music.”

In fact, one pool in St. Paul, Minn., has
asked RSO to limit the product the pool
receives. “They described the kind of music
they like as ‘black American funk’ and
specifically asked us not to send them any
records featuring string accompaniment.”
RSO has cut that poo!’s allotment, again at
the pool's request, from 50 to 15.

Despite numerous labels’ announce-
ment of cutbacks. some record companies
are planning to increase their shipment of
promotional product. Buddah Records,
whose distributor, Arista, services the
pools with Buddah product, is compiling a
direct mailing list of DJs and crucial pools.

Promotion Strategy

Jerry Bossa, special projects director for
the label, explains their strategy: “We want
to use discos to their fullest promotional
potential. We want our R&B artists crossing
over onto the dance floor. You can never
promote a record too much. When you
make cutbacks, you obviously reach less
people and things get even worse.”

Coinciding with this philosophy is the
relative simplicity of Buddah’s criteria fo:
direct mailing candidates. “It's not difficult
to get on our mailing list if you're working
for a substantial club or if you're a trade
reporter.” Bossa says.

Pool reactions to the cutbacks are un-
derstandably divergent, since some remain
unaffected by the cuts, while other pools
have been cut off altogether by certain
labels.

Belonging to the latter category is the
135-member Seemingly Better pool in
Washington. D.C. Pool president Larry
Adams, better known by his disking name
of “Sundance,” plans to make up for the
RCA cutoff by getting the local reps of RCA-
distributed fabels. such as Salsoul and 20th
Century, to supply him with product.

Of the cutoff itself, Adams remains
philosophical. saying, “Onelabel won’t stop
the show. | think RCA is being pennywise
and pound foolish. Servicing pools is the
cheapest form of promotion available. The
people at RCA are only hurting them-
selves.”

George Rodriguez, director of the Gar-
den State Record Pool in New Jersey, ex-
hibits less equanimity about the cutbacks,
which in the case of RCA, represents a 60
percent reduction in product supplied to
the pool.

“The DJs in our pool don’t think it's fair
that 30 of our 50 members aren’t going to
be getting RCA product. And how do |
decide which members get serviced and
which don’t?” Rodriguez is currently con-
sidering a suggestion made by the local
20th Century rep that the pool rotate
product given to the DJs.

Label Boycott

Despite the Southern California Disco
DJs Association’s prior agreement that
RCA would supply the pool with extra
product when membership increased from
150 to 200, RCA recently decided to ship
only 125 records per release to the pool.
President A.J. Miller echoes Rodriguez’
sentiments when he categorically states.
“Disco pools should unite and return all the
product to labels which cut back their ser-
vice."”

The subject of boycotting such labels,
Miller reports, will be discussed at the next
pool meeting.

In the meantime, the scarcity of product
in L.A. as well as the pool's frozen mem-

bership has aggravated the situation to the
point where angry DJs who don't belong to
the pool have attacked DJs who do in the
parking lots of discotheques.

One Solution

Thom Vann, director of the non-profit
Tampa Bay Disco Pool, has come up with a
less drastic way to deal with the cutback
crisis. Although membership has been
frozen at 75, the pool has been limited to 50
records by some labels. Vann, in con-
sultation with pool reps from the Tri-City
area (Orlando, Sarasota, Tampa), will com-
pile a list of what he calls 50 “primary slots”
and 25 “secondary slots.”

Those in the Top 50 will be serviced with
all the records received at the pool, butthey
will pay higher dues than those in the
secondary slots. Membership in the
primary group will be determined first by
seniority and only secondarily by the im-
portance of the club where the member
disks.

Radio station DJ members will
automatically be placed in the Top 50 and
will not be charged dues. In fact, Vann is
hoping to increase his allotment to include
these radio DJs over and above the 50
record limit.

Other pools less seriously affected, if at
all, by the cutbacks, have responded in
varying ways. Although the Rocky Moun-
tain Record pool has not seen its alotment
reduced, the Denver-based pool has
decided that because of cutbacks at other
pools, it will postpone a previously planned
increase in membership. For similar
reasons, the Southwest Record Pool in
Phoenix has decided against increasing its
membership.

Importance of Canada’s Pools

No tabels have served notice on the On-
tario Disco Pool that its mailing will be
reduced. One possible explanation for this,
pool member Jackie Valasek hypothesizes,
is that Canada has no R&B and few disco
radio stations. For record companies, the
pools represent the main source of disco
promotion.

Valasek also points to the pool's ex-
cellent relationship with various labels,
fostered in part by the organization’s
setting aside an entire section of Toronto's
Le Tube discotheque where labels can
showcase new acts and new releases.

For whatever reasons, economic or
otherwise, several record companies have
decided to reduce their servicing of disco
recording pools, some drastically. While
these cutbacks will definitely lessen press-
ing and mailing costs, the loss of angry
pools’ goodwill may in the long run turn out
to be more expensive.

procedures for public release. ABC, CBS,
NBC, PBS, Radio-Television News Direc-
tors Association and Warner Communica-
tions said in a joint filing that the Archives of
the United States “is ready, willing and able
to prepare a master tape and distribute
copies to the public.”

Two weeks ago, U.S. District Court
Judge Aubrey E. Robinson Jr. approved
the government’s plans to make hundreds
of hours of White House tape recordings
available at public listening centers. Robin-
son also ruled that federal archivists can
listen to Nixon’s private diaries before
returning them.

However, the record company’s plans to
press a Nixon record set will be on ice until
agovernmentreview of the material is com-
pleted and five other related lawsuits are
settled. Litigation has been going on for
nearly five years.

BPI Protests Proliferation Of Ads And
Promotion Encouraging Home Taping

LONDON — Tape hardware and blank
cassette manufacturers who openly en-
courage home taping in their advertise-
ments and point-of-sale material were
severely rebuked recently by the British
Phonographic Industry (BP!).

Commenting on the proliferation of such
promotion, John Deacon, director of the
BPI, said, “l would like to see a much more
responsible attitude taken by these com-
panies when it comes to advertising and
promoting their product. | feel that these
companies are under an obligation not to
encourage the general public to break the
law, which in-home taping does.”

One such company, TDK, reacted to the
BPIl complaints by withdrawing and
reworking an advertisement running in the
press and on the London Underground (the
subway system). The original ad featured a
photograph of a TDK cassette and a glass
of Scotch whiskey, with copy reading: “For
The Price Of A Good Double You Could
Have 30 Sensational Singles.”

The BPI claimed that the advertisement
amounted to a direct inducement to the
public to copy 30 singles on a TDK tape,
and as such, constituted a breach of the
1956 UK Copyright Act.

“l welcome this move by TDK,” commen-
ted Deacon when informed that the ad had
been withdrawn, “and | have been ex-
tremely impressed with the way in which the
company has responded to our requests.

Unfortunately, however, the same cannot
be said of many other companies when it
comes to advertising and promoting their
products.”

It has been estimated by the BPI that
home taping will cost the UK record in-
dustry approximately 150 million pounds
($336 million) in lost sales this year alone.
TheBPI also attributed the recent declinein
LP sales in the UK at least in part to home
taping.

Further, a recent study published by the
Economist Intelligence Unit (EIU) on the UK
market potential for blank and pre-
recorded cassettes, tapes and cartridges
stated that an estimated 12 million con-
sumers were illegally making copies of
copyrighted product. The EIU also dis-
covered that 47% of all blank tape
purchasers who recorded music used
records borrowed from friends, while
another 49% taped from the television or
radio.

To combat the problem, the government
has been urged to establish some forms of
taxes upon tape hardware and blank
cassettes to help compensate for thelossin
sales revenues.

Currently, it is illegal in the UK to tape
music from a pre-recorded tape, record,
television or radio unless a special license
has been obtained from the Mechanical
Copyright Protection Society. The license,
available to the general public, costs 1
pound 50p (about $3.30).

INTERNATIONAL BESTSELLERS

Argentina

BUENOS AIRES — French musician
Richard Clayderman recently visited
Buenos Aires following trips to Venezuela
and Mexico. Clayderman has become a big
hit here, with three albums and two singles
in the local charts. In addition, he recently
taped a show for Channel 13 here. His chart
success with the single *“Ballad For
Adeline” was also recognized with a gold
record from Tonodisc, which represents
his Delphine label here. Tonodisc has also
launched Clayderman’s third LP with
massive promotion, and with initial orders
reaching 30,000, it looks as though it will be
another success.

Local dus Los Visconti are touring
Colombia. where theirrecordings of Argen-
tinian folk music have met with unusual
success. They will perform in Bogota,
Medellin and Cali to promote the release of
their new album. Afterwards. they will jet to
Ecuador, where there also is alot of interest
in their personal appearances. Phono-
gram’s Leo Bentivoglio is optimistic that
Los Visconti can also turn into strong
sellers in several other Spanish-speaking
countries.

RCA informs that their German and
British affiliates have requested the
recording of the latest Candela tunes in
English for release in their markets. Con-
versely, German group Boney M, recent
visitors to Buenos Aires. will record in
Spanish for the Latin American countries.

A long tour covering Chile, Bolivia,
Ecuador. Venezuela, Mexico and other
Latin markets is underway by Cuarteto
Imperial. A group of Colombian musicians,
Cuarteto Imperial has sold nearly seven
million records throughout the years in
Argentina . . . Microfon has released “Juan
Gabrial Espectacular,” the album recorded
for Ariola by the Mexican artist. Microfon
has the rights to the Ariola International
catalog and is strongly promoting the ar-
tists.

Capitol is launching two new artists as
part of its strengthening of the local cast.
The newcomers, who are expected to do
quite well, are Ricardo Pald, a longtime
showbiz veteran, and Fernando Goin, a
iazz-folk artist. miguel smirnoff

Brasil

RIO DE JANEIRO — Elis Regina and
Hermeto Pascoal jetted with WEA Inter-
national director Andre Midani to the Mon-
treux Jazz Festival as partof the firm’s cam-
paign to promote its Brasilian artists on the
international scene. WEA has already re-
leased Elis’ debut album here with suc-
cess.

RCA’s Maria Creusa traveled to Spain
for a performance on “300 Milliones,” the

Spanish television program broadcast to
22 Latin American countries from Madrid.
Her new album is due this month, in
Spanish as well as Portuguese . . . Banda
Black Rio will probably go to Europe soon,
having been contracted for several perfor-
mances there by the same impresario who
handied Boney M’s recent trip to Rio.

Enrique Lebendiger of RGE/Fermata
reports that his new pressing plant is al-
ready in operation and will have the capac-
ity to handle even larger volumes for
export. This is important since the Brasil-
ian music industry is growing at the annual
rate of 15% and the overloaded pressing
capacity problem is becoming crucial.
Another factor threatening to affect the
record pressing problem is the freeze of oil
imports by the government — an action
which may eventually result in a 15-20%
reduction in oif supplies (especially vinyl for
records) to pressing plants.

EMI's Jose Augusto recently finished the
recording of his new album in Portuguese
and has just started the Spanish version.
Another strong artist, Luiz Ayrao, will travel
to Chile for personal appearances. Finally,
EMI is releasing an album featuring sever-
al artists singing tunes penned by Roberto
& Erasmo Carlos. Among the singers on
the album are Agnaldo Timoteo, Altemar
Dutra, Simone and others.

PolyGram's Cuarteto em Cy are record-
ing an album with the tunes from their lat-
est show, “Em 1000 KHz.” Built around the
idea of a radio show on stage, “Em 1000
KHz" hasbeen shown in Rio and other cities
with success.

K-Tel just bought a recording studio in
Sao Paulo. Wilson Rodrigues Poso,
formerly with Continental, will head the
operation. K-Tel's Richard Barley in-
formed Cash Box that the move was
prompted by the company’'s efforts to
expand its local cast.

CARAS Alters Vote Procedures For
Juno Awards Following Complaints

by Kirk LaPointe

TORONTO — Following the recommenda-
tion of its membership, the Canadian Aca-
demy of Recording Arts and Sciences
(CARAS) has made substantial changes in
the voting procedures for the annual Juno.
music awards, to be held on April 2, 1980.

In a recent survey, CARAS members
complained of what seemed like the pre-
determination of four category winners —
those in the Best Selling Album, Best
Selling Single, International Best Selling
Album and International Best Selting Single
categories.

The Academy has decided to forego
these categories at the next Junos. The
nominees will be determined by sales, as
they had previously, but the winner will be
ascertained through a ballot vote by
CARAS members.

The awards will now be given for Album
of the Year and Single of the Year (both of
which are Canadian content, as they have
been previously) and International Album
of the Year and International Single of the
Year.

In the Composer of the Year category, a
previous winner will not be eligible for
nomination for the same song. This year,
Dan Hill won the award for the second year
in succession, based on the enormity of his
song. “Sometimes When We Touch.”

The jazz and classical album awards will
continue to be judged independent of
CARAS by a panel of aficionados in those
areas, although a CARAS release this week
indicated the number of judges will be
broadened.

The Producer of the Year award will be
selected by the Canadian Independent
Record Producers’ Association (CIRPA),
while the Engineer of the Year award will be
decided by members of the Audio En-
gineering Society.

Nominations will be determined at year's
end, by way of sales figures forwarded by
record companies to Thorne Riddell and
Co.. the Canadian music industry’s inde-
pendent accounting firm, for a 14-month
sales period ending December 31.

Nominees will be announced in early
March. with voting taking place in time for
the April 2awards, to be held this year at the
Harbour Castle Hilton Hotel in Toronto.

ders passed 250,000), it seems almost cer-
tain to attain platinum status. To achieve a
platinum award a single must sell at least
1,000,000 copies. UK gold and silver
singles awards must achieve 500,000 and
250.000 units respectively. An ecstatic Bob
Geldof, lead vocalist and writer for the Rats,
said “Unbelievable! None of us can really
comprehend yet the staggering sales of ‘I
Don't Like Mondays.’ Mind you, we all were
absolutely sure that it was going to be a big
hit — but nothing quite like this.”

WEA’s Tom Waits, the man with the
macho in his voice, appeared on his own
50-minute TV special this week on BBC 2.
The show had been recorded last month at
the BBC TV theatre by the “Old Grey Whis-
tle Test” team.

EMI's Peter Tosh, the mystic reggae ar-
tist extraordinaire, recently played a suc-
cessful European tour. At one of his gigs,
the Pink Pop Festival in Holland, Tosh was
watched by 50,000 fans who had built up all
day long with acts such as The Police and
Elvis Costello. During the early evening,
Tosh went on stage and was scrutinized by
a score of journalists and photographers
from all over Europe, as well as a very
welcome visitor, Mick Jagger, who flew in
especially to catch Tosh. Though Jagger
did notjoin Tosh on stage, itdidn’t affect the
tremendous reception that the band
received. Red Stripe beer and Jamaican
patties (dough pouches stuffed with spiced
meat) were on hand to cope with the heat.

Stiff Records’ cockney new waver, lan
Dury had his new single with the
Blockheads released this week, titled
“Reasons To Be Cheerful (Part Three).”
Thenew 7” and 12" record should follow up
the chart success of Dury’s last hip jerker,
“Hit Me With Your Rhythm Stick.”

And Decca’s new licensed label, Rialto, is
currently enjoying chart success with The
Korgis, who have a single creeping up the
UK charts titled “If | Had You” taken from
their LP “The Korgis.” Interestingly, the
album was recorded inahouseinBath. The
vocals were laid down in the lounge and on
the hall stairs, the guitars were done in the
kitchen and all percussion in the dining
room. All technical wizardry credits go to
David Lord, The Korgis' engineer. James.
Warren, one of the two members of The
Korgis, phoned Cash Box recently to say,
“Warner Bros. are in the process of rush-
releasing our single in the States and at the
moment we are getting our act together to
go out on tour sometime in September.

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Vending Industry
Profits Decline
Slightly In 1978

CHICAGO — Average net profit before in-
come taxes for vending companies came to
5.2% of sales in 1978, down slightly from
5.7% the previous year, according to the
National Automatic Merchandising
Association (NAMA).

The annual operating ratio study con-
ducted for NAMA by Price Waterhouse &
Co. comprises reports from 175 member
firms with a combined sales volume of
more than $1.6 billion. Industry sales in
1978 were in excess of $11 billion, said
Joann James, NAMA assistant secretary-
treasurer.

Average Profit

Profit averages were highest for com-
panies with sales of less than $250,000 (at
10.4%) and lowest, at 3.6% of sales, for
companies with sales between $250,000
and $750,000.

Labor costs averaged 22.7% of sales and
rental payments to clients remained at 8%
of sales (same as in 1977).

Average sales of various vended
products per machine for the year trended
higher, probably reflecting increased unit
prices, Ms. James said.

Magazine Spotlight On Bally

CHICAGO — Bally Manufacturing Corp.,
one of the world's largest manufacturers of
coin operated amusement equipment, was
recently spotlighted in two different
magazine articles. The August editions of
Starlog, a science fiction magazine, and
Dupont, a publication that focuses in on the
happenings at the Dupont corporation,
feature extensive stories on the Chicago
based manufacturer.

The Starlog story, entitled “Fantasy Un-
der Glass,” concerns Bally's art depart-
ment, and provides an in-depth study of
Bally's artists and the abilities that make up
good pinball art. The works of art director
Paul Faris and artists Dave Christenson,
Kevin O’Connor and Greg Freres are dis-
cussed throughout the article.

Although the focus of the story is
primarily on Bally artists, Paul Faris’
thoughts on what it takes to become a pin-
ball artist are of special note. “You don't
havetobe a pinball player to be a pinball ar-
tist.” says Faris, “but you do have to enjoy
the game in order to be successful at it.
Most important is artistic ability. You have
to be adept in line work, painting, airbursh
and a variety of graphic media. Backglass
art is moving away from the comic book
look, toward something more sophisti-
cated, more comparable to record or book
jackets.

“Secondly, you have to be agood portrait
artist. With so many machines featuring
personalities you have to paint the charac-
ters not only as they appear in films or on
television, but as the personalitigs see
themselves as well.”

The feature story also premieres Bally's
next game, “Voltan.” The artwork of the
new game has an Armageddon theme,
combining influences of Buck Rogers, an-
cient myth and biblical prophecy.

While the article explains how Bally
selects its art staff, the amusement games

The articles also focusesin on “Riston,” a
Dupont chemical used to make the printed
circuit boards that go into amusement
games. “Riston” is a photopolymer film
resist that is laminated to a thin sheet of
metal, usually copper. The metal isthen put
through a series of processes and ends up
as a circuit board.

The story maintains that Bally hés en-
joyed a reputation as a maker of innovative
and dynamic games and that Dupont is
proud of their partin the pioneering effort of
Bally to produce a more sophisticated
world of electronic games.
