One key positive result from this year's record
sales slump has been industry members getting
back to basics — selling records. While the boom of
recent years has proven that there is an enormous
potential for selling records, the actual practice has

become somewhat clouded,

A healthy attitude of releasing fewer albums, with
more belief in and support for the artists is emerg-
ing. This philosophy, upon which the record
business is based, was shoved aside during the
period of uncontrolled growth.

There are those critics who wrongly suggest a

lack of quality music as one factor in today's sales
problems. Not only is this reasoning inaccurate, but
it is ludicrous. Music, today, is as valid and exciting
as any period in recent history despite the lack of a
particular artist or group as the forerunner.

The record business is not recession-proof. No
industry is. So practical business solutions must be
used to minimize the effects of tight money times.
And, because the industry's leaders have learned
from the successes of 1978 and the hard times of
1979, the business will grow ata more uniform, con-
sistent level.

NEW YORK — T-Electric Records Com-
pany, Inc. has been formed by Jim Tyrrell,
formerly vice president of marketing for
Epic, Portrait and the CBS Associated
Labels. The new company, established with
the help of a $5 million loan from four licen-
sees of the Small Business Administration,
will be marketed worldwide by Infinity
Records and will be distributed by MCA
Distributing Corp.

Tyrrell is also launching a state-of-the-
art, 24-track recording studio called Studio
West Recorders to be opened in Manhattan
during the early part of 1980. Therecording
studio will be a separate corporation.

Tyrrell will supervise the marketing of all
T-Electric product, which will bear an In-
finity logo. He will work closely with the
national marketing staff of Infinity and MCA
Distributing’s national sales and merchan-
dising staffs. The label’s first release, by the
Philadelphia-based Love Committee, will
ship this fail. T-Electric has also signed
Patrice Banks, formerly of Grand Central
Station.

Old Friends Unite

The formation of T-Electric reunites
Tyrrell with Infinity Records president Ron
Alexenburg, who was senior vice president
and general manager of E/P/A when Tyrrell
was vice president of marketing for the
label. "What we actually have here,” com-
mented Alexenburg, “is a family operation.
All of us worked together at CBS for many
years. We have remained ciose friends and
associates through numerous changes.
This new venture will once more aliow a un-
ity of purpose and a chance for us to again
tap the magic personal ingredients that saw
the CBS E/P/A Labels Group gross sales
climb from $6 million to $160 million under
our combined leadership. | am personally
gratified and committed to our relationship
with Jim Tyrrell and his group of com-
panies. We welcome Jim’s guidance and
direction within Infinity’'s own marketing
programs.”

“We used to call ourselves the ‘13th floor
team.' " said Tyrreli, speaking fondly of his
days at CBS with Alexenburg. “And now
that the team has been reunited, T-Electric
Records Co. can offer a synergy of every
music industry component that artists
could need or want for their career.”

T-Electric will operate predominantly in
the field of black music, at least initially.
“Our goal is to create hit singles, hit albums
and hit careers,” said Tyrrell. “But whether
we represent biack or white artists, we offer
what | call ‘total management’ — whereby
we involve ourselves in the myriad aspects
of the creative and promotive processes.”

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PVC SuppliersBoostCapacity
To Meet Demand In 1980s

LOS ANGELES — Two of the nation's
leading suppliers of polyviny! chloride
resins (PVC) to the record industry for the
manufacture of discs last week announced
plans to expand their capacities for the
production of PVC within the next two to
three years.

Tenneco Inc. and Borden Inc. both
released statements indicating that their
respective chemicals divisions would be
boosting production of the petroleum-
based vinyl copolymers. Borden Inc. plans
to construct a 240 million-pound PVC
production plant, beginning operation in
1982. Tenneco will be expanding capacity
at its Pasadena, Tex. plant and the
Flemington, N.J. facility, which produces
the bulk of Tenneco’s PVC used for
phonograph records.

“We are only incrementally expanding
the production of PVC at both plants,”
noted William Rupp, business director of
the Polymers Group at Tenneco. “In fact,
capacity for PVC at our Flemington plant
will only increase from 90 million pounds to
110 million per year. We're doing this all on
very modest capital in anticipation of the
growth of demand for PVC.”

Guy Disch, director of marketing for Ten-
neco Inc.’ Polymers Group, stated that the
company did, in fact, anticipate an increase
in the demand for PVC from record
manufacturers in the near future.
“Although record industry demand at the
moment for PVC is a bit slow, we believe
this to be only a temporary aberration," he
said.

However, Disch also noted that in-
creased capacity and supply of PVC
wouldn't ordinarily bring a reduction in cost
or a drop in the price increases for the
petroleum-based vinyl resing that were
instituted by Tenneco and other PVC sup-
pliers two months ago (Cash Box, May 26).

“The cost of raw materials is based on
the price of crude petroleum and natural
gas,” noted Disch. “Unless OPEC should
suddenly decide tolower the price of crude,

NARM Regionals Spur Retail
OptimismFor Slump Reversal

First In A Series

Held consecutively in Seattle, San Fran-
cisco and Los Angeles from Aug. 13-15, the
three regionals were the first in a series of
22that have been designed to “bringthein-
formation generated at the national con-
vention down to the local level,” according
to Joe Cohen, NARM president.

Drawing nearly 700 local retailers, the
three regionals conformed to the general
format of advertising and merchandising
presentations in the morning sessions,
followed by a discussion of music piracy
and a lively panel of record company
representatives in the afternoon sessions.

While the morning sessions concen-
trated on the education of the retailers
regarding the proper utilization of printand
radio advertising, the design and construc-
tion of the most effective in-store displays,
the marketing of tapes and the implications
of bar coding; the afternoon sessions
provided a lively forum for discussion of
issues vital to the economic recovery of the

industry.

On the subject of piracy, the RIAA's
assistant special counsel on the subject,
Larry Kaplan, told the retailers in alf three
cities that piracy '‘conservatively” costs the
industry approximately $350 million an-
nually. “They (pirates) are in head-toxhead

competition with you,” Kaplan told the

A&MFolds Horizon

LOS ANGELES — Cutbacks hit A&M
Records iast week as an estimated 50 to 80
employees were faid off and Horizon
Records, the A&M-distributed subsidiary
label headed by Tommy LiPuma, was
discontinued.

The personnel layoffs reportedly affec-
ted most departments at A&M. Horizon will,
in effect, be dissolved following that label's
final two product releases, which will in-
clude albums from Doctor John and
BennSidran.

Horizon vice president and creative
director LiPuma will stay on for an indefinite
period to wrap up the label's business af-
fairs. At press time, it was not known
whether all of the Horixon’s artist roster
would be absorbed into A&M. Artists on the
Horixon label include: Brenda Russell,
Richard Evans, David Grisman, Neil Lar-
sen, Gordon Michaels, Eleanor Mills, Dean
Parks, Seawind. Yellow Magic Orchestra
and the aforementioned Doctor John and
Ben Sidran.

it is hignly doubtful that prices for raw
materials will go down.”

In fact, Rupp added that producers of
vinyl chloride monomers — which, along
with vinyl acetate monomers, goes into
making the copolymers used in manufac-
turing records — will most likely raise their
prices in October. In turn, this will raise the
price of PVC.

“The only way | can see the price of PVC
dropping is if there is an oversupply or
overcapacity in the future,” said Richard
Moore, manager of editorial services and
public relations for Borden Inc. “At this
point. there appears to be no shortage of
PVC supplies to the recording industry, as
there was in 1974, and we don’t anticipate a
shortage in the near future either.”

In addition to Tenneco and Borden, B.F.
Goodrich Co., which produces nearly 20%
of the seven biltion pounds of PVC
produced in the U.S. each year, plans to
double its capacity within the next six years.
Georgia-Pacific Corp. expects to boost its
annual capacity of PVC to 920 million
pounds by 1982.

While the costs of PVC have remained
stable within the past few months, Borden’s
Moore noted that production has been
hampered by costly safeguard measures
imposed on the plants by the Environmen-
tal Protection Agency. Such expenditures
raise production costs that can boost the
price of PVC to record manufacturers and
other consumers.

Six Covers On
New Zeppelin LP

NEW YORK — “In Through The Out Door,"”
the new album from Swan Song recording
group Led Zeppelin, will be officially
released Aug. 22.

The album is the first new studio
recording from the group in three-and-a-
half years. Produced by Jimmy Page, the
album contains seven songs written by
members of the group, and was recorded
at Polar Music Studios in Stockholm,
Sweden.

The elaborate packaging concept for “in
Through The Out Door” includes the
production of six different album covers,
one of which will be inserted into a plain
brown bag stamped with the group’s name,
the title of the album and a listing of its
tracks. The consumer will be unable to
determine which album cover is in the bag
until after the purchase has been made.

Led Zeppelin, which is celebrating the
tenth anniversary of its first album this year,
recently made its first live appearance in
over two years when they headlined con-
certs in England’s Knebworth Park on Aug.
4 and 11.

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U.K. Labels Find Commercial LPs Destined For
Acceptance In U.S. Market

LOS ANGELES — The large number of re-
cent arrangements for domestic distribu-
tion of product from England and Europe
via U.S. labels has underscored the grow-
ing commercial acceptance here of much
of the music that is now being produced
overseas. No fewer than five American
record companies have inked distribution
pacts with British labels or syndicates (asin
the case of A&M) in the hopes that they will
now be able to provide record buyers and
radio programmers with an aiternative
market to much of the music produced
domestically.
Record Industry Stagnant

“There is no question that the American
record industry and radio have become
stagnant over the last few years,” said Miles
Copeland. president of the International
Record Syndicate, Inc., which recently in-
ked an agreement with A&M. under which
RCA and A&M and Associated Labels will
distribute a number of British new wave and
punk labels represented by the syndicate.
“We want to dispel a lot of myths about the
non-marketability of new wave groups in
this country. A&M was a natural outletfor us
because they've already been convinced by
the success of The Police and Joe Jackson,
who were recorded and ‘broken’ suc-
cessfully here with very littlte money.”

Copeland said that the IRS, as the syn-
dicate is known. will act as a coordinating
force between the labels, but that each will
also maintain its own identity. Copeland
also sees success for many of these smaller
new wave acts to be a gradual process.

“We don’t have to make an awful lot of
money to see a return on our investment,

Entertainment Co.
Pacts With MCA

NEW YORK — The Entertainment Com-
pany has signed a production deal with
MCA Records. Under the terms of the
arrangement The Entertainment Company
will provide MCA with finished product by
acts signed to their production company. In
addition, MCA can assign to the Entertain-
ment Company artists who “meet certain
criteria,” according to Martin Bandier, the
firm’s vice president.

The first artist assigned to the Entertain-
ment Company will be B.J. Thomas. The
first artist that the Entertainment Company
will introduce to MCA will be Tom Jones.
whose album. according to Bandier, “will
be disco oriented. We are working on a
number of other major artists right now
whose names can't be mentioned because
of their contractual commitments.”

Polydor Records’ domestic committ-
ment to new wave rock, often referred to as

However. neither group sold as well as
Radar's Bram Tchaikovsky and Polydor
learned that much of the English new wave
music had to be tailored to American
tastes. “We've re-sequenced some of the
Radar records to make them a little more
accessible to American radio,” noted Jerry
Jaffe., Polydor vice president of artist
development. “And we are also using
slightly different graphics, as in the case
with the upcoming Yachts LP. Butwedo get
collective input from Radar as to merchan-
dising of product and other areas.”

in addition to Bram Tcahikovsky, the
Polydor/Radar arrangement will see Fall
releases from The Inmates, in addition to
The Yachts. Future releases from Radar in
the U.S. will be on a selective basis, ac-
cording to Jaffe.

Not Limited To New Wave

English music on the Polydor label is not
strictly limited to new wave either. The label
also releases E.G. Records product from
such progressive rock acts Bill Bruford,
Phil Manzanera and 801, Robert Fripp and
the band U.K. In the Fall, Polydor plans to
release an album from Ensign Records’
Roy Sondholm, another new English rock
artist. as well as continuing to release
product from England's Charisma
Records, whose roster includes Darling,
Hawklords. Peter Hammill, Viva Beat and
Levinsky/Sinclair.

Apparently, other American companies
are finding as well that other music coming
out of Britain besides new wave can be
marketable in the U.S. Emergency
Records, a New York-based independent
label that is distributed by Brasilia
Records, plans to release two disco LPs

Caribbean Area
Seized In NYC

NEW YORK — Twenty-six hundred front-
line WEA, A&M and London albums
allegedly licensed exclusively for manufac-
ture and distribution in the Caribbean area,
were seized last week in a joint operation
coordinated by the U.S. Department of
Justice's Organized Crime Strike Force for
the Eastern District of New York and the
New York City Police Department. The
value of the seizure was placed in excess of
$22,000.

Albert W. Sealey, special agentincharge
of the United States Customs Service in
New York, said the seizures occurred after
Customs officials followed a van
transporting the LPs into the United States
in order to determine their destination.
Douglas Piazza and Frank Basile, both of
Brentwood, New York, were arrested on the
authorization of the Brooklyn District Attor-
ney’s office.

Lieutenant Joseph Harding of the public
morals division of the NYPD's organized
crime control bureau said that the shipment
of records originated in Barbados and was
delivered to Trans-World Inc., a Long
Island distributor. According to the infor-
mation supplied to the New York City police
by the U.S. government, the records were
legitimately pressed in Barbados under
contract from various American recording
studios. They were then sold to Trans-
World at an address in Puerto Rico, with the
understanding that they would be re-sold
outside the U.S.

“Once they were brought into the U.S..”
said Lt. Harding, “they no longer had the
authority to press or ship them, and they
were charged with a misdemeanor.” Lt.
Harding added that this was a violation of
New York State law, and that he had no
knowledge of any pending federal charges
against those arrested. He also said that the
investigation is continuing.

Evidently, the people who brought the
records into the U.S. did not try to evade
customs duties. according to Harding. But
Barbados is a developing country which
falls under duty-free requlations for certain
commodities. At press time, it could not be
ascertained whether or not records are
considered one of those commodities.

Drop In Album Sales Points
To Dip In Disco’s Popularity

NEW YORK — Has disco peaked as a pop
phenomenon? A study of the Cash Box
charts over the past three months indicates
that while records that have charted disco

still command a healthy one third of the top
25 on the Cash Box’s Pop Singles chart,
disco representation on the top 25 of the
Album chart has dropped from 20% to 4%.
In addition, not one new disco act has
broken onto the upper region of either pop
chart during that period.

While sales remain stable in disco's big
city strongholds, there is considerably less
optimism on a national level. According to
Kal Rudman, head of The Friday Morning
Quarterback. it seems that with disco. at
least from a radio standpoint, the oil well
has run dry. It appears to be a limited
market. It's folowed basically the same pat-
tern as other new formats that have
developed inthe pastdecade, like AOR and
black FM. When they began, there were an
extremely limited number of albums that
programmers could choose from. This was
followed by a great flowing of the creative
juices of the music business to meetradio’s
needs.

"What we are seeing now is a drying up of
the creative juices. Disco is emerging as
music that is best suited for clubs, butit has
not been good for the record industry. On
record. the music tends to be monotonous
and boring, unsuited for the diversity of
tempos, moods, and sounds of rock. Also,

Since their inception just more than four
years ago, RCA's Dave and Sugar,
comprised of lead singer Dave Rowland,
Sue Powell and Melissa Dean (who joined
the group in late 1978),has garnered four #1
songs. Their current single, “Stay WithMe.”
is currently resting at the #6 bullet position
on the Cash Box Country Singles Chart,
and their fourth LP, “Golden Tears/Stay
With Me.” is hot off the presses.

Dave and Sugar’s calling card isthe tight,
clear harmonies that highlight its releases,
as well as the variety of material the group
chooses to record. Led by Rowland, Dave
and Sugar was structured around a definite
hypothesis he devised.

“| wanted to devise a sound that would
enhance country music,” Rowland noted.
“You can put a song together with
harmonies and it sounds altogether
different than if you're singing it by yourself.
And if by doing that we can expand the
perimeters of country music, then we're on
the right track.”

Raised in Los Angeles, Rowland’s
musical talents include playing the piano,
drums, guitar, bass guitar and trumpet.
After serving a stint in the army, where he
was vocalist fora 17-piece band and played
the trumpet for the 75th Army Band,
Rowland played with such groups as The
Four Guys and the Stamps Quartet. While
with the Stamps, he did some touring with
Eivis Presley.

Sue Powell, the blonde vocalist of the
group, could also be considered the
veteran performer of the trio. The daughter
of a musical family, Sue cut her first single
when she was a mere eight years old. When
she was 13, she was spotted by Brenda
Lee's stepfather, Jay Rainwater, who
signed her to a management contract. and
she's been singing ever since.

Rounding out the trio is alto singer
Melissa Dean, who replaced Vicki Baker in
1978. No newcomer to the music business,
Melissa spent several years in her native
Kentucky hitting the club circuit. After
hearing of the opening in the group from a
family friend — Sue Powell's father — she
auditioned for the group and “fit right in.”
She made her first public appearance as
the third group member at Knott's Berry
Farm in California.

Billy Kristian,
the bass player, is also from New Zealand,
and guitarist Robbie Mcintosh and
keyboard player Nicky Hopkins are from
England, where the group was formed.

Thompson, a vocalist and quitarist,
moved to England in 1974. Before that, he
played with Kristian in bands around
Auckland, New Zealand. “The radio sta-
tions were terrible at the time,” he recalled,
“and the bands all had to do cover versions
of everything. When we did 15 minutes of
original songs on TV, it was considered a
big breakthrough.”

Becoming established in Great Britain,
though. ““was unbelievably hard,”
Thompson said. “l| answered ads in Melody
Maker, worked as a maintenance man in a
dance hall. and finally got a job in a soul
band that played workingman’'s pubs
around London.”

The sax player in Thompson's soul bana
introduced him to Manfred Mann, who was
looking for a lead singer, and after three
auditions, Thompson won the job. One of
the first records he cut for Man was “Blin-
ded By The Light,” a remake of Bruce
Springsteen’s ciassic that became a hit
single for the group in 1975.

Thompson remained with Mann for the
next four years, but when the group wasn’t
touring or recording, he played small clubs
on his own or with friends. While playingina
band that backed the Goodies, an English
comedy troupe, Thompson met Lange.
“We did some pub gigs together af-
terwards,” he said, “and found that we
could sing very well together. Few female
singers have Stevie's emotional power and
she also is very adaptable — her voice can
sound like mine in five minutes.”

The collaboration worked out so well that
Thompson and Lange decided to form a
band early in 1978, but Thompson had a
commitment to stay with Mann for another
tour and album. Lange, meanwhile was
busy with studio commitments of her own,
working with Bones, a female backing
group. Lange, who was once married to
producer Robert John Lange, also had ex-
tensive solo and group recording ex-
perience, having worked as a solo act in
South Africa, aw well as singing for the
agrolp Hocus.

When Thompson and Lange were able to
slip away from their work, “we went straight
to Warner Bros. in Los Angeles,”
Thompson recalled. They left demos with
the company and met Robert Raymond, an
old friend who eventually became their
manager.

When Warner Bros. didn’t respond to the
demos, Raymond began shopping the
tapes around. Producer Richard Perry,
who was just starting up his own label,
Pianet Records, showed the most interest
and. by late 1978, Night became the second
act signed to his label.

1O WATCH

The story reads much like the scenario of
a “‘rags to riches” tale: a band of seasoned
studio musicians consistently packs
houses in a small club on the
Alabama/Tennessee state line; the band
cuts a demo tape and sends it to prospec-
tive labels; a shorttime later. the band signs
a major recording deal with a label; and
finally the clincher, the band's debut single
is bulleting up the pop charts.

This is no scenario, but a true tale. The
six-member group is FCC, short for Funky
Communication Committee and their
debut single is “Baby | Want You.” The
single has been steadily making its way up
the pop charts since its release on the Free
Flight label a little more than two months
ago. and is currently resting at the #60 posi-
tiononthe Cash Box Top 100 Singles chart.

Lead singer/quitarist Dennis Clifton,
along with J.B. Chrisman, Jimmy “Be-bop”
Evans, Steve “Wichita” Gooch, Butch Led-
ford and Wayne Chaney comprise FCC, the
“funky R&B" group that so interested Tony
Brown, Free Flight's manager of A&R, that
he made a quick trip to Pulaski, Tennessee
(where that small club is located) and
signed the group between sets. That was
about 10 months ago. And so far, it seems
that the union between this relatively new
band and the young label is working outlike
a marriage made in heaven.

Clifton cites the reason for signing with
Free Flight was a mutual desire between ar-
tist and label to get to the top.

“The Free Flight label is as new as we
are,” said Clifton. “We felt it was a good
move to get in with them because they have
to push somebody in order for the label to
be a success. We want to push ourselves to
be good and to be a success, so we felt
everybody would be working hard for the
same goal.”

Clifton noted that the current line-up of
the band is actually an amalgamation of two
bands — the Muscle Shoals Boogie Band
and the group Music. “The band has been
together with this line-up for about two
years,” Clifton said (with the exception of
Wayne Chancey, who joined the group as a
permanent member after performing on
the LP. “Baby | Want You”).

The group’s slightly controversial name
hints somewhat of the direction their music
takes.

“Everybody in the group has an R&B
base, but what we are playing is like up-
dated R&B,” Clifton said. “It's got a little
rock ‘n’ roll in it and a little funk in it. We've
been compared to everybody from the
Doobie Brothers to the Commodores, justa
long list of comparisons — everybody
hears something different.”

With the guiding hands of Terry Wood-
ford and Clayton ivey, FCC's debut effort
was cut at Wishbone Studio in Muscle
Shoals. Clifton credits Woodford and lvey
with being very dominant'and instrumental
forces in the shaping and final molding of
their product.

Thus far, one of FCC’s most compelling
attributes is its ability to generate lots of ex-
citement on stage. According to Clifton,
they have always been a very visual, live
band and have always related well with their
audiences.

PRODUCER PROFILE

Muscle Shoals’ Beckett Dons
Hats Of Musician, Producer

LOS ANGELES — Barry Beckett is
somewhat of a musical schizophrenic. The
split personality of the Birmingham,
Alabama-born keyboard player has beenin
evidence for over a decade, as he has been
a member of the infamous Muscle Shoals
Rhythm Section for thirteen years and a
successful producer for more than ten
years.

The prolific musician/producer has
produced or co-produced no less than
eight albums since last year, and the public
is just starting to see the fruits of that labor.
Recently released Beckett productions in-
clude “Honest Lullaby” by Joan Baez for
Portrait, “It's In There ... And It's Got To
Come Out” by Kate Taylor on Columbia,
“The Jukes” by Southside Johnny And The
Asbury Jukes and the debut album by
Atlanta-based Whiteface for Mercury.

However, Beckett's most publicized re-
cent endeavors were co-productions with
Jerry Wexler, "Communique” by Dire
Straits for Warner Bros., which was recently
certified gold, and Bob Dylan’s latest effort
for Columbia.

“As a producer, the only thing that I'm
really concerned with is the feel of the

record, the excitement,” said Beckett. "I try
to keep from influencing an artist’s style as
much as possible. That is untess the artist
needs direction.”
Dylan’'s New Direction

The direction of the music is what
Beckett thought he would have trouble with
on Bob Dylan's new “Slow Train Coming”
LP. However, the legendary singer/song-
writer's new Christian leanings affected the
“feel” of the record in a totally positive way.

In announcing the reorganization, Dave
Glew, senior vice president and general
manager of Atlantic, noted that artist rela-
tions and development and product
management departments “traditionally
serve as the prime liaison points between
the artist and the label in the planning and
development of the artist's perfor-
ming/recording career. Now, under Perry’s
unified direction, the totat overall inputfrom
allthese areas willbe received and acted on
by one department.”

According to Cooper, “one of the signifi-
cant job responsibilities of this depart-
ment's members will be working not only
with artists and managers, but with agents
as well. And when an artist goes outon tour,
the field will know exactly what he is going
to do. A member of this department will
also serve as the single liaison between an
artist and/or his manager and the rest of
the company. Every bit of information will
be filtered through that individual so that if,
in fact, they do not have the information for
the manager, they will get it.

“Another important aspect of this
department’'s formation,” added Cooper,
“is that at a time when many other com-
panies are cutting their staff its creation
does not displace a single other Atlantic
staff member. A core team of three artist
relations staffers will remain on the west
coast.” It was also noted that Jim Lewis, the
former director of product management,
will be promoted to a new job that will be
announced shortly.

Promotion Background

Prior to his new appointment, Cooper
had been Atlantic’s director of artist rela-
tions for two years. He joined the label from
Arista Records, where he was director of
national album promotion for over two
years. He has also done regional and local
promotion and was program director for
WABC-FM (now WPLJ) in New York City.

Elin Guskind was most recently director
of video operations for Atlantic Records, a
position she maintains along with her new
duties.

VIDEO PRODUCTION GROUPS STAYIN’ ALIVE — Apparently, massive budget cuts at
record labels haven’t hurt video production work on promaotional films and other music
industry-related projects as severely as it was thought. Summer is traditionally considered
a slow period for production work, but Clare Baren, head of A&M Records’ video depart-
ment, pointed out that most of the major Hollywood production units were still keeping
busy. And Jerry Kramer, of Jerry Kramer & Associates, indicated that he and his partner.
Gary Rocklen, had “more business than ever.” The company is currently building expan-
ded offices and post-production facilities and moving into projects for cable networks,
such as an upcoming reunion of 25 years of Playboy Playmates for a special, which they
both insist has been a pleasure to work on. A more recent promo shoot by the firm was
completed on A&M’s The Tubes. Originally intended for international use only, the ‘live’
footage, shot at the Greek Theatre in Los Angeles, was apparently so good that Tubes
management and Kramer & Associates are seriously considering producing it for
domestic use as well. “We're working our way more into work for cable TV,” noted Kramer.
“But there are still several points, legal and what not, to work out. We're investing a good
deal of our profits back into production so we're very serious about involving ourselves in
more private ventures.” Kramer, however, was also quick to add that the bulk of their
business will still be “‘very heavily geared towards the record industry,” adding that the firm
would continue to be competitive in terms of bidding, as well as “flexible and quality-
conscious.” “We try to be cooperative, as much as is humanly possible. with both the labels
and the artists,” said Kramer. “But we have to be happy with our work as well. We'd rather
give up a job, and have done so in the past, than do something we wouldn't be satisfied
with, and knowing that the artist wouldn't be happy either.” Kramer noted that this
philosophy has helped establish a good reputation for their business, 85% of which, he
claims, is repeat.

OH, NO MR. BILL! WATCH OUT FOR THAT VIDEO! — Video Tape Network of N.Y.C. is
actively putting together its own programming under the concept of “video albums” for
home use. According to John Lollis, president of the firm, a half-hour videotape of selected
segments of “The Mr. Bill Show."” a popular feature from NBC-TV’s “Saturday Night Live,”
will be made available to consumers in September. Other video cassettes for release that
month incude segments of “The East Side Kids” TV series, John Wayne's “Lady Takes A
Chance” and “The Corpse Vanishes,” starring Bela Lugosi. Cassettes from the Video
Tape Network are sold through such record retailers as Big Ben’s and Licorice Pizzain Los
Angeles and Sam Goody’s stores in the northeast U.S.

RARE STARS’ CONCERT VIDEOS — All-Star Video Corp., a relative newcomer to the
pre-recorded video cassette market, plans to release in the near future rare footage of
many famous performers and singers. Titles will include a Frank Sinatra Japanese concert
from 1974, “An Evening with Fred Astaire,” Barbra Streisand in Central Park from 1968
and out-takes of Elvis Presley footage, circa 1968 and 1972. All-Star Video has previously
added to its catalog such cassettes as “Judy Garland at the London Palladium,” an Al
Jolson screen test from 1949, in addition to two Streisand TV specials, “Color Me Barbra”
and “My Name Is Barbra.”

VIDEO CLIPS — Elin Guskind over at Altantic Records reports that the label currently has
a new video of ABBA, produced in Sweden, a new loop on City Boy, produced by Chuck
Statler. who is best known for his films of Warner Bros. group Devo. and is also planning to
shoot a new film of rock band Foreigner, if the group can find the time between rehearsals
for its upcoming national tour . . . And over at A&M, several projects are pending. but the
company has confirmed an upcoming shoot of Rita Coolidge at The Roxy in Hollywood,
produced by A&M’s video department, with Michael O’'Mahoney . . . Jon Roseman &
Associates, still very busy domestically with its “Jukebox” TV production, has been most
active in England, where they've recently finished promos on The Stranglers, David Essex,
several Virgin Records acts, including The Records, Interview and The Members, XTC
and Charisma act Darling. Chuck Statler has also completed a film for Roseman featuring
Nick Lowe.

MUSIC-VIDEO SYNTHESIS UNDERWAY AT THE STUDIO GROUP — The Studio Group
of Los Angeles continues to grow and add new divisions and services joining video with the
music industry. The audio-video production firm has announced the formation of its own
publishing arm. Soaring Wings Music, Inc., which, together with their in-house label,
Pegasus Records, will be developing new recording artists and songwriters, in addition to
producting established acts. The Studio Group complex has been designed for high-
quality broadcast video production, synchronized with 24-track audio recording facilities.
DIGITAL DISC DEVELOPMENTS — Spectrum Recording of Venice, California has
become the first west coast studio to take delivery of the Sony PCM 1600 digital recording
and editing system. Arne Frager, owner of the studio and engineer, stressed their full com-
mitment to digital recording, stating, “There are so many pieces of digital product from our
control room this year that it's hard for me to understand why some studio owners predict
that digital recording is still 3-5 years away. As far as we're concerned, digital is happening
now and it's here to stay.”

DIGITAL PHONOGRAPH PRODUCED — Sony Corporation recently finished work on a
prototype of a digital audio disc player. The machine, known only as DAD IX, has the
capacity to playback up to 2'2 hours of music per side of a highly polished aluminum disc,
which is encased in clear plastic. The disc revolves at 450 rpom and encoded information is
“read” or decoded, by a helium laser. Although no commercial marketing plans have been
announced yet for the system, it is expected to be in production within a few vears.
DIRECT-TO-DISC RELEASES — American Grammophone plans to release two new
direct-disc records, “Sunkin Cathedral,” by Jackson Berkey, and the third LP in its “Fresh
Aire” series. Ths discs will be out Oct. 1, according to Barbra Klammer of Precision Sound
Co., distributor for the label.

HALF-SPEED MASTERED ‘HEART’ — “Dreamboat Annie,” the platinum-seiling aibum
from rock group Heart, will be available this September as a half-speed mastered
audiophile recording on Nautilus Records. Baxter Boyington, director of marketing for
Nautilus, announced that a special arrangement was reached with Mushroom Records,
which released the original LP, for the new recording.

DIGITAL RECORDERS AVAILABLE — 3M Co.’s 32-track and 4-track digital audio recor-
ders, previously available only on a lease basis, are now commercially marketed. A&M
Studios, The Record Plant, Sound 80 and Warner Bros.” Amigo Studios have all leased 3M
digital systems, which have, up 'til this point. been said to have had numerous technical
problems. However. spokesmen for 3M say that the initial bugs have been corrected. Discs
mastered with the 3M system include a Bonnie Pointer single, “Heaven Must Have Sent
you,” Herb Alpert’s “Rise” single and the new Ry Cooder LP, “Bop Till You Drop.” So far,
lack of digital editing equipment has been a major drawback for the recording system, but
3M is working on a new editing processor, which they expect will be available in the near
future. michael glynn & dennis garrick

from England’s Baby Records. “We've
already released Cafe by D.D. Sound,
which is aBaby record,” said Sergio Cossa,
president of Emergency. “And we'll ship
LPs from Max Berlins and Difference shor-
tly."”

Cossa, however, was quick to point out
that Emergency’s deal with Baby is non-
exclusive and that they pick up product on
an album-by-album basis. “Most of our
product happens to be from Baby.” ex-
plained Cossa. “However, we are in no way
part of Baby or have an exclusive arrange-
ment with them.”

The recent domestic distribution agree-
ment between Atlantic Records and Virgin
Records, one of England’s largestindepen-
dent labels, signals the second time the two
labels have allied themselves. The first af-
filiation, between 1972 and 1975, produced
only one major hit LP. Michael Oldfield’s
“Tubular Bells,” and a handful of moderate
sellers. When that distribution contract ex-
pired, Virgin switched over to Epic in an ill-
fated partnership that dissolved in 1978
with even less success.

“l just don't think that the American
market was ready for most of the Virgin
product at the time,” explained Shetdon
Vogel. Atlantic vice president of
business affairs. “if we weren’'t sure that
their product was marketable here today,
we never would've made another deal with
them.”

The first releases in the new arrange-
ment, an LP and single by The Records, is
already proving to be more palatable to
American popular tastes. and radio has
been responsive. Approximately five more
albums have been planned for release
within the year, including Interview, The
Motors, Michael Oldfiled and, oddly
enough, two American acts, Noel. a disco
artist, and Shooting Star.

“The timing now is perfect for what we're
doing.” said Kurt Nerlinger, vice president
of promotion for Virgin America. “We're try-
ing to make our label as visible as possible
over here, which is why we've set up our own
office in New York, with our own publicity,
promotion and business departments.
We'll be keeping the identity that Virgin has
created over in England, with 9Night
modifications, incorporating our own ideas
with Atlantic marketing as much as possi-
ble.”

Nerlinger stated that a parallel arrange-
ment with JEM Records, the New Jersey-
based imports distributor, releasing other
label product under the Virgin International
logo. will provide a “test situation to deter-
mine the mark etability of certain Virgin acts
in the U.S.” If imports sales show mass
market potential on individual pieces of
product, Nerlinger pointed out, chances
are they will be released domestically.

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NEW YORK — The Black Music Associa-
tion (BMAY) has issued an official statement
on the United Black Concert Promoters’
allegations. It reads: “The BMA has been
studying the problems of black concert
promoters, who consider that they have
been very broadly denied fair access to an
equitable share of the business. The BMA
has concluded that there are real
problems. While these problems will re-
quire ongoing examination, BMA now
takes the following specific positions:

“1. Equity — A promoter, without regard
to race, who has developed an artist,
should continue to have the right to
promote that artist in the general market so
long as the promoter meets contractual re-
quirements, delivers a quality promotional
production and the parties are able to
agree on financial terms. All promoters, ar-
tists. agents and managers should respect
the equity principle as being necessary to
the development of artists and the proper
service of the black music community.

"2, Professionalism — Concert promo-
tion has its opportunities in presenting
quality acts to the audience as well as
providing financial rewards to all the parties
involved. Consequently, promoters who fail
to live up to “professional standards” in
promotion or presentation of any concert
should not be heard to claim an equity posi-

tion to subsequently present that act.
Professional standards include: thorough
promotion and advertising, compliance
with artists’ requirements for sound, lights,
equipment and food. supplying of proper
stage crews, security arrangements and
accurate accountings and payments to the
artists and all third parties as and when
due. BMA endorses the encouraging of
enhanced professionalism on the part of
the smaller promoters by inviting them into
partnerships with established promoters
who have greater resources when
necessary for the full benefit of all parties
involved.

“3. Regionalism — The BMA recognizes
that national tour promotion may be
deemed necessary or preferable by some
artists in some cases but stresses the ap-
plication of the equity principle described
in position number one above to the
national tour situation. BMA encourages
the use of regional and local concert tour
promoters rather than national tour
promoters for the benefit of the artists, the
tour site community and in order to con-
tinue the development of those regional
and local promoters who are responsible to
their respective communities.

“4. Agency Conduct — Booking agen-
cies are required by law and by contract to
disclose all offers from all promoters to the
artists or management. BMA strenously
opposes any failure of such disclosure.

“BMA further urges that the contract
terms offered by a booking agency to all
promoters with respect to a given artist be
non-discriminatory, particularly with
respect to deposits and other matters hav-
ing financial impact.

“5. Non-discrimination in Facility
Arrangements — The BMA urges the
elimination of all discrimination among
promoters with respect to facility availability
and related financial arrangements. Where
any facility offers a discount or favorable
credit arrangement on any rental where
such discount or credit arrangement is
based on quantity of the number of dates
involved. such a discount should be made
available to all promoters who rent such a
facility. BMA opposes exclusive arrange-
ments between a facility and one promoter.
BMA further opposes rental price dis-
crimination by facilities against concerts as
against other entertainment or sporting e-
vents,

“6. Increasing Black Employment — The
BMA urges all elements of the industry to
increase employment and training oppor-
tunities for blacks. Specifically urged to in-
crease opportunities are: booking agen-
cies. management companies, sound and
light suppliers, promoters, facilities,
limousine services. group caterers, ushers.
security personnel and stage crews. BMA
strenuously opposes any union’s racially
restricted membership policies.

“7. Equal Access to All Acts — BMA
suppports the principle of equal access of
professional black promoters to black and
white artists as well as the increase of black
promoter participation in the presentation

The story is
based on Joseph Conrad’s short novel. “Heart of Darkness,” and it is strongly recom-
mended that you read or re-read the book before seeing the movie. Coppola’'s decision
to adapt Conrad'’s tale of human depravity to a Vietnam setting was a bold move ar-
tistically and financially.

MUST STOCK — The latest release from Elektra/Asylum’s fusion music department is
certainly a mixed bag. On "Best Of Friends,” former Return To Forever drummer Lenny
White continues to move in progressive R&B direction with the help of his new band,
Twennynine. The quartet known as Sweetbottom, on the other hand, has opted for a
decidedly rock sound on “Turn Me Loose.” Then there are the two solo albums by Oregon
members Paul McCandless and Glen Moore; each reveals a varied background in com-
posed and improvides music, incorporating unusual instrumentation such as viola, oboe,
bassoon and base clarinet . . . From Capitol comes the latest from trumpeter Eddie Hen-
derson and keyboardist Bobby Lyle. Henderson's LP, titled “Runnin’ To Your Love,” was
produced by Skip Drinkwater with assistance by Patrice Rushen and Charles Mims.
Although his alluring trumpet work is sometimes overshadowed by heavy bass lines,
voices and synthesizers, Henderson has delivered a solid LP that includes an unexpected
gem — a piano and flugelhorn duet with Herbie Hancock called “Marlana.” Lvle's LP is
reviewed below . . . Allen Pittman’s Theresa label continues to turn out quality records by
unsung San Francisco players, as exemplified by its two latest releases: Bishop Norman
Williams’ "One For Bird” and “Ed Kelly & Friend.”

The date features original compositions by Kelly
and Sanders, performed with help from Peter Barshay on bass and Eddie Marshall on
drums .. Things will be jumping in the next two months at Warner Bros.' jazz and
progressive music department. Upcoming September releases include a batch from
Manfred Eicher's ECM label: “EIm” by Richard Beirach, "Solo” by Egberto Gismonti, “Le
Voyage' by the Paul Motian Trio and “Upon Reflection” by John Surman. In addition, Flora
Purim’s new WB album, produced by George Duke, will ship next month. Heading the divi-
sion’s October release is the Pat Metheny Group’s second ECM LP, “American Garage.”

must be performers first,” he remarked,
“and that they can't have truly rewarding
careers unless they are able to get that
together. Apart from financing them, which
is the only thing record companies seem to
be interested in doing, you really have to
groom them. And I've had a bunch of years
in show business — not just the record
business — and | intend to bring that to
bear and help in the grooming.”

Varied Background

During his 30 years in the music
business, Tyrrell has had experience in
practically every area of the industry. A
classically trained violinist, he went on to
teach himself guitar, bass, composing and
arranging. He recorded with a number of
artists, including James Brown and the
Monkees. From 1962 to 1965, he played
with the house band at Harlem’'s Apolio
Theatre, backing dozens of performers.

But Tyrrell's interest in playing music was
soon overshadowed by his proclivity for
management. He began leading bands,
booking acts, producing groups,
publishing music and supervising
recording sessions. In 1965, he joined In-
ternational Tape Cartridge Corp., where he
rose to vice president of product develop-
ment. He then went on to Buddah Records
before joining CBS Recordsin 1971 as east
coast manager for Columbia and Epic pop-
ular albums.

Eight months later, Tyrrell was promoted
to associate director of the Harmony label.
Within another eight months, he became
director of national sales for the Epic iabel
and then vice president of Epic’s national
sales. He held this post for three years
before assuming the vice presidency of
marketing at Epic and Associated Labels, a
position he occupied until his departure
from the company in March, 1979.

Minority Funding Program

Tyrreil has established T-Electric
Records with the aid of a $5 million initial
funding arrangement and long-term com-
mitment between himself, Infinity Records
and four corporate entities licensed by the
Small Business Administration. These
Minority Enterprise Small Business Invest-
ment Companies (MESBIC) include MCA
New Ventures, a subsidiary of MCA, Inc.:
North Street Capital Corporation, a sub-
sidiary of General Foods, Inc.; EQUICO
Capital Corporation, a subsidiary of
Equitable Life Insurance, and the Minority
Equity Capital Company. Each MESBIC is
authorized by the SBA to provide manage-
ment and financial assistance to promising
businesses owned by minority en-
trepreneurs. MCA New Ventures and
EQUICO are the two largest of the 100
MESBIC companies in the U.S.

According to Norbert Simmons, presi-
dent of MCA New Ventures, who conceived
and packaged the financing for the T-
Electric venture, this is the largest funding
syndication of its kind in the history of
minority business development. Ad-
ditionally, said Simmons, T-Electric is
already in the top 100 list of black-owned
corporations in America. “Within a year,’
he remarked, “we project it will move into
the upper top 50.”

Tyrrell stated that the long-term aspect
of the MESBIC commitment lies in the
willingness of the four corporations to
guarantee a line of credit for his company.
In addition, he noted, Infinity has advanced
a “substantial” sum to T-Electric.

Acknowledging that he has been very
fortunate both in his career and in the crea-
tion of T-Electric, Tyrrell affirmed his affec-
tion for the city of New York, where he said
he plans to remain. He added that he hopes
his enterprise will provide new employment
opportunities for the black community, as
well as an example for aspiring black
businessmen.

Daughter Has Key Role

Since Infinity will be handling most label
functions for T-Electric under Tyrrell's
supervision, Tyrrell sees no need to hire a
large staff at this point. However, his oldest
daughter, Cheryl. will serve as creative
director for both T-Electric and StudioWest
Recorders.

The recording studio will be an integral
part of the T-Electric operation, Tyrrell said,
adding that most of the label's artists will
probably record there. “Aside from cutting
costs,” he explained, “having our own
studio will give our artists a little more
freedom to get into the studio just to ex-
press whatever their musical ideas are and
hear it back on tape without going through
any great to-do.”

Tyrrell said that the studio will rent out
time on a commercial basis while preserv-
ing blocks of time for T-Electric artists. In
addition to the main 24-track room, he ad-
ded, there will be a rehearsal/demo room
with a four-track recorder for the use of any
T-electric artist who wants to try out his
ideas. Infinity System

According to Gary Mankoff, vice presi-
dent of finance and marketing for Infinity
Records, his label is all ready to handle the
flow of T-Electric product. Including LPs
from Tyrrell's label, Infinity expects to be
marketing 25-30 albums annually, said
Mankoff. “T-Electric will fill out our release
schedule on an annual basis,” he commen-
ted.

Tyrrell said that he was enthusiastic

about Infinity’s marketing system, in which

THE LATEST FROM FRANK'S GARAGE — The first record of Frank Zappa’s new
three album package, “Joe’s Garage,” is set for release on Aug. 26. The other two
albums are scheduled for a late October release. The eccentric Phonogram/Mercury
artist’s latest work is a touching parable of a musician who falls in love with a nice
Catholic girl, and ends up a respectable “muffin man” — but not before he contracts a
social disease from a girl who works at the Jack-in-the-Box, finds out his girlfriend has
run off with the road crew of a band called Toad-O, joins the Church of Appliantology
and has relations with an industrial vacuum cleaner and dresses up as a middle class
American housewife. Some of the songs on the album are: “Catholic Girls,” “Crew
Slut,” "Why Does It Hurt When | Pee,” “Lucille Has Messed My Mind Up.” “Packard
Goose” and the title tune, which will be the album'’s first single. Zappa hopes to make a
film of the three-record extravaganza, but says he will wait until the album becomes
folklore before he pursues its celluloid future. Zappa also told Cash Box the reason
behind the failure of his latest muiti-media project with the Vienna Symphony
Orchestra. “The financing was coming from the City of Vienna, Austrian Television.,
Austrian Radio and The Zed Bank,” said Zappa. “At the last minute Austrian Television
withdrew its part of the budget. | wasn't about to make up the difference with $350,000
of my own money.” Zappa, who had already invested $100,000 of his money into com-
posing and preparing the symphonic piece for live broadcast, is currently looking for
another orchestra to perform the composition. Zappa blames part of the project’s
failure on the attitude of symphony orchestras. “Symphony Orchestras don't like to play
new music because they just don't care,” he said. “It's much easier for them to please
their clientele by playing the same old thing. It's also easier for them to look good —
every garage band can play ‘Louie Louie’ and every symphony orchestra can play
Beethoven’s Fifth.” Zappa's tirade on the orchestra led to a scathing putdown of the
average symphony goer. “Most people
who go to concerts don't even like the
music,” stated Zappa. “They go to look
at each other’s clothes, have a drink in
the bar and talk over each other's in-
surance policies.

NEW WAVE AT THE BEACH — While
new wave music and Chinese food
seem to be accompanying each other
quite well in Downtown L.A. with the
success of Madame Wong's and The
Hong Kong Cafe. another foreign at-
mosphere is providing the ambience for
new wave music out at the beach. British
pub rock has invaded two clubs on Los
Angeles’ westside and it seems to be
flourishing.

AR PLAY

COLLEGES AND BROADCASTING — College preparation for men and women
wanting to enter the broadcast industry is a topic whose surface is barely scratched at
the many conferences held throughout the year. Inlight of the many thousands of young
people attracted to broadcast related fields, perhaps the industry should take a closer
look at the types of college programs that will ultimately supply the future program-
mers, on-air jocks, engineers, news and sales people, etc. Are these programs ade-
quately preparing students for the broadcast world, or does the colieges radio
curriculum leave students with a basic misunderstanding of what radio is all about?

Dr. Harold Niven of the Broadcast Education Association agrees that thereare some
problem areas stemming largely from the thousands of students who, in the last seven
or eight years, have drifted from not so promising liberal arts related fields, to
professional ones, with broadcasting being one of the most enticing. This means less
individual communication between student and instructor, iess lab time for a studentto
utilize the facilities, and simply not enough personnei or time to properly maintain ex-
isting facilities. However, Dr. Niven said there are about “40 or 50 junior colleges offer-
ing great programs for point of entry into the business.” He further added that “the more
reputable, longstanding universities, like the University of Georgia, have excellent
programs, very available and well kept facilities, and are doing the best job they
possibly can.”

Steve Sesterhenn, music director of KFMD/Dubuque, feels that “a lot of universities
tend to glorify the broadcast industry to students with the misconception of making
thousands of dollars, of just playing records and then going home.” He explained that
“even if students work at a non-commercial college station, they just don't realize how
much work is involved at a commercial facility. For example, the students have no con-
ception of doing an air shift, and then getting off the board and doing a two-hour
production shift.”

As a result of his own frustrations in
college (“My professor was 60 years old
and hadn’t worked radio in 25 years,
and there never seem to be a resident
engineer to maintain the equipment on
a regular basis”), Sesterhenn started
teaching a co-op program at the Univer-
sity of Wisconsin. Small classes of six to
eight students hold discussions
regarding the production of commer-
cials and format sweeps, as well as an
in-depth look at various programming
techniques and different market struc-
tures, and are enhanced by the stu-
dents’ actual participation.at KFMD.

The majority of students are primarily
interested in Top 40 or AOR formats of

with a program like this, and probabty not with a basic college program. But what of the
success of this co-op program? Sesterhenn said, “Graduating students have been
placed at various stations throughout Wisconsin and lowa.” He noted, “We have hired
some of the students at various levels here at KFMD. The kids are familiar with our
equipment and philosophy, and from there it’s just a matter of fine tuning.” Some of the
professors at the university may be a little ruffled at the co-op’s success and popularity,
but the university is quite happy. Besides having capable broadcast students who
return from the co-op and are able to teach other students, the college’s little 420 watt
FM recently showed up in Wisconsin’s mediastat findings for the first time with a 2%
share of the Dubuque market.

Most universities can probably be described as an assembly line process: keep the
kids going, keep the money flowing. What with hundreds of students enrolling and
graduating every semester, colieges and universities have a faster revolving door of
people than any commercial radio station. Sesterhenn emphasized, “We try to prepare
the students as much as possible for competitive, real life situations. | don't believe the
schools do that. They just try to teach you a little of everything without developing that
added competitive edge. And | think that makes the difference with our success.”
NETWORK TO NETWORK — Is there reaily room for another radio network in thisin-
dustry? That is the question the RKO Radio Network is asking. They believe so, and
have established another facet within their own, the network of the '80s. A press
luncheon has been called for Aug. 21 by the RKO Network to introduce demographic
news features, music specials like the exclusive up and coming interviews with Paul
McCartney, and general discussions of why they are in the network business, station af-
filiates, and programming philosophies.

Kaplan then revealed that his organiza-

tion and NARM would soon establish a toli-

iree telephone “hot line” to the New York
RIAA office specifically for the reporting of
piracy. Asking the retailers to report any
“suspicious” situations that may indicate
piracy. Kaplan added, “You (retailers)
shouldn't be embarassed to call us just
because you're not an expert. We would
much rather investigate a case and find out
we were wrong, rather than let important
leads go unnoticed because you were too
embarassed to call us. We're not asking
you to be experts. We are just asking you to
be our eyes and ears.”

Kaplan's message was well-received at
all three regionals, with many retailers
visibly in agreement with the RIAA attor-
ney's assessment of the situation.

Other highlights of the regionals came
from the panel discussions. Consisting of
At Bergamo, MCA Distributing Corp. presi-
dent; Ernie Campagna. A&M
marketing/sales vice president; and Ron
Oberman, CBS merchandising vice presi-
dent, in Seattle; Bergamo, Campagna, Del
Costello, CBS regional director. and Phil
Jones, Fantasy marketing vice president. in
San Francisco; and Bergamo, Costello and
Mitch Huffman, RSO sales vice president,
in Los Angeles, the panels often provided
some of the liveliest moments at the
regionals.

Variable Pricing Structure

One of the topics most consistently
brought up was the possibility of avariable
pricing structure for records. Alluding to
MCA's recently enacted “Rising Star” and
“Platinum Plus” price reductions for new
artists’ product and catalog albums (Cash
Box. Aug. 18) at the Seattle meeting.
Bergamo went on to note that “the industry
went through a period of tremendous
growth in the '60s when variable pricing
was used by the (record) companies.”

Oberman of CBS agreed with Bergamo,
adding that a variable pricing structure is
very effective in the book industry. where a
work by an established writer like Norman
Mailer costs more than one by an unknown
author.

Further CBS commitment to the variable
pricing principle was expressed in San
Francisco by Costello. Pointing out that
with the various discounts, etc., for new
product, the actual selling price for catalog
albums is often equal to or higher than new
product, Costello went on to say that CBS
‘will also institute variable pricing soon.”

A variation of this approach was
suggested by A&M’'s Campagna at both the
Seattie and San Francisco meetings. Dis-
cussing the future of the 12" single, Cam-
pagnawentontosay thathefavorsincreas-
ing use of 3-4 cut EPs to provide lower
prices, especially for new groups. “When
you're dealing with a new group,” Cam-
pagna summarized, “after three or four

This multi-
faceted artist produced, arranged, and played bass and per-
cussion on most cuts in addition to his superb vocal interpreta-
tions. There is a high level of quality throughout. but “Miracles.

“More Than Magic,” and “Excitement” are standouts.

CMA Sets Production Of
Post Awards Radio Special

NASHVILLE — The Country Music
Association will produce a radio special to
air immediately following the nationally
telecast 1979 CMA Awards Show on Oct. 8.
The Post Awards Show will be broadcast
live beginning at 11:05 EST from the post
awards party, taking place adjacent to the
Grand Ole Opry House.

The 90-minute special broadcast was the
brainchild of Dan McKinnon, chairman of
the Country Music Association’s Radio
Committee and owner of KSON Radio in
San Diego. and Don Nelson, general
manager of WIRE Radio in Indianapolis.

“Last year Don put a small group
together and did a small broadcast,”
McKinnon said. "I thought it would be a
good idea to put together a bigger package
and go on a network.”

NBC To Broadcast

The NBC Radio Network has picked up
the option to carry the broadcast, and will
offer coverage of the show first to its af-
filiates. If any of the NBC stations decline
coverage. the program will be offered to
stations in corresponding markets through
the following cateqories: first, to CMA

One of the most intriguing aspects of the
live broadcast. McKinnon said. is that it will
allow the performers and winners the op-
portunity to express their feelings on the
spot.

Personal Feel

“A live broadcast following the awards
show will allow us to create a more personal
feel to the show.” McKinnon said. “The win-
ners will have the chance to reflect on the
importance of their award. to tell how winn-
ing affects them and what the award means
to them.”

Bill Anderson and Ralph Emery, whom
McKinnon describes as “two of the best
talents in the business,” will host the show.
which will feature highlights of the Awards
Show. as well as the interviews with the win-
ners. nominees and other industry
notables. The show will be produced and
directed by McKinnon and Jim Duncan.
with assistance from CMA staff member
Toby Cannon.

McKinnon related that if the show is suc-
cessful this year, NBC has expressed anin-
terest in carrying it again next year.

‘We anticipate the show being a
success.” he said. “There will be a lot of
people on the highways that won't be able
to view the show through television.
Through the radio broadcast, we will try to
capture the same excitement for these peo-
ple. and add little to it with the post awards
show.”

The NBC Radio Network has stated thatit
will offer stations carrying the Post Awards
Show half of the avails during the program
for local sales{the network will sell the other
half). Non-NBC stations carrying the show
will have to pay hook-up charges.

To Dip In Disco’s Popularity

unlike rock, disco hasn’t been able to
develop artists and touring acts. As well.
rock sells albums which contain up to ten
songs. You look at the royalty statement on
aone-song 12-inch record, which is disco’s
most poputar sales configuration, and you
want to die.”

Disco Sales Down

This bearishness on disco is shared on a
retail level. According to Joe Bressi. ex-
ecutive vice president of the Stark/Camelot
chain, “Sales of disco records have
definitely slowed for us. There is little
audience allegiance to an artist, and we've
seen artists who have had a hit disco album
on their first time out do nothing at all the
second time. Even sales of the Village Peo-
ple’slastalbum dropped off very hard. And,
although sales of 12-inch singles are doing
well, they've tended to cause so much trou-
ble we've begun to feel that we'd be better
off without them. When they're available,
they discourage album sales, and when
they become unavailable, often without
notice, confusion among customers is
created. Couple that with the shipping,
space, storage, and racking problems it
creates, and | would have to say that the 12-
inch is a configuration without a future.

“Another factor to consider is that radio
is stronger on rock than ever. There's an
awful lot of good rock music out now. Com-
pare the sale of arock album to the saleofa
7-inch or 12-inch, which is as far as the
disco customer seems to want to go, and
you have to see disco as the bloom off the
rose.”

Cause Of Slump?

Ernie Leaner, who heads up the
Chicago-based Ernie’'s One Stop. stated.
“Disco has definitely reached a plateau,
and I'd go so far as to say that it's the major
reason why the music business is in a
slump. The record-buying public has
grown increasingly apathetic because
they're tired of shaking their asses, and if
there's any kind of alternative music for
them to get involved with, manufacturers
and radio aren't giving it to them. I've taken
down one of my disco shelves, and the kind
of music I've had to replace it with has been
staples like gospel, country blues and R&B.

“Another reason for disco’s decline is
that it's lost one of its most desirable
gualities — its cheapness. A year ago a 12-
inch single retailed for $2.98. Today that
same record lists for $4.98."

Bruce Webb of Philadelphia-based
Webb's Records, concurred with this view.
“Higher prices on 12-inches are making
people more selective.” he said. “lI call 18 to
20 stores to track records. Three months
ago, there were 30 to 40 12-inch singles that
could be considered hot. Today, there are
eight or nine.”

Certainly. there are those who see a
brighter picture. According to Mat Koenig,
manager of Tower Records’ San Jose
store, “To be sure, disco has been hurt by
over-pricing, and people are getting more
particular, but | think thatin some respects,
we've merely been in a short slump that's
about to end. People are just beginning to
get used to the new prices. Also | think it’s
fair to say that disco has produced its
crossover. Donna Summer, and the hype is
over, which is what disco was from the
beginning. to get white people to listen to
black music. It's getting back to what it used
to be like a few years ago, when there was
little differentiation between a record being
a disco record or an R&B record. But disco
records are still selling.”

Jim Smith, program director of San
Francisco’'s KSFX, agrees that disco's
downward trend is temporary. “The air is
just beginning to clear from the KTU gold
rush. Many stations that had a third-rated
beautiful music station three years ago. or a
third-rated country format two years ago,
hopped on the disco bandwagon after
KTU's ratings came out. and lo and behold,
they screwed up disco. too. Their books
were bad, and now it's being judged as a
fad. Admittedly, there hasn’t been a depth
of good product, but that will come and go.
Right now there's a healthy marketfor disco
that is separate from pop and R&B. But |
have heard that record companies are not
behind disco the way they once were, and !
certainly know a lot of people who would
like to see it die.”

of black artists. BMA encourages the
development of the United Black Concert
Promoters Association and its efforts to
bring attention to the concerns of the black
promoter which shall include the establish-
ment of professional standards and
guidelines and fair business practice.”

In support of these positions, BMA is
currently developing specific programs
which will encourage the development of
an information system accessible to all ele-
ments of the industry, a complaint and
mediation service, an employment infor-
mation service and an educational pro-
gram which will include regional seminars
conducted by industry professionals,
together with internship programs for
placement after training.

The cost for these programs will be met
by at least two benefit concerts a year.

The BMA has met with all of the parties
involved in the Philadelphia dispute. Ac-
cording to the association, everyone in-
volved has agreed to adhere to the princi-
ples set forth above.

Lastly, the pairing between Stiff Records,
perhaps England’s leading label in in-
troducing and breaking new wave acts
such as Elvis Costello and Nick Lowe, and
the Columbia and Epic labels has shown
the most immediate signs of success, with
all four of the first LP releases under the un-
ion. Rachel Sweet on Stiff/Columbia and
Lene Lovich. lan Dury and lan Gomm on
Stiff/Epic, moving up the Cash Box Top 200
LPs chart.

“As alabel. we want to be on top of things
as much as possible.” indicated Bruce
Harris. Epic east coast director of A&R.
“Recently, we've had a very rock-oriented
A&R viewpoint and the Stiff arrangement
was in keeping with that. And, Epic is a

small enough label to give these artists the
special attention and preparation they'll
need for the American market.”

The A&R departments of Columbia and
Epic both stressed the fact that Stiff has
already been recognized by industry
tastemakers and import buyers as having a
very strong and somewhat eccentric image
in this country, establishing a reputation for
being out-of-the ordinary. This, they feel,
has already helped sell records for Stiff ar-
tists.

“There is an attitude in the presentation
and marketing of their records that truly fits
the artists.” said Greg Geller, Columbia
east coast director of A&R. “Their uni-
queness, eccentricity or whatever you want

to call it obviously appeals to young peo-

ple.”

Barry Taylor, general manager for Stiff
operations in the U.S., sees the label as an
innovator, even among most English labels.
“The label is important in a historical sense
aswell, because it has beenin the vanguard
of the new wave movement, just as Sun
Records here in America was an innovator
in the '50s. Our first acts helped open the
doors for many of the new wave acts
currently doing well here. And now we're
bringing in the second wave of artists, each
with their own distinctive personality.”

Commercially Viable

Stiff, similar to Virgin, had a short-lived
distribution agreement with Arista Records
in 1977, with a Stiff live package and lan
Dury’s first LP, both of which failed to sell
enough to keep the label interested. Now,
many of those same artists featured on
those records are commercially viable.

songs, the material usually gets pretty thin
anyway.”

Still, on the topic of discounts, Costello
indicated that there must be limits.
Responding to a question regarding the
trerhendous discounts offered by record
clubs, Costello pointed with displeasure to
his own company’s Columbia Record Club
and its offer of 12 records for a penny.

“They are a separate branch of the cor-
poration, independent of our control,”
Costello stated. “l don't know how they can
offer such low prices, but| do think that this
kind of thing is harmful to the industry
because it distorts the value of our product
in the public’'s eye. What must a customer
think when he buys an LP for $5-6, then
sees that the record club is offering 12 LPs
for one cent?”

Video Discs Promising

On a more positive note, Bergamo con-
sistently expressed the opinion that the
video disc market will ultimately surpass
the record industry in size. Explaining that
MCA is already marketing video discs in
two test markets, Bergamo went on to say,
“We're about one year away. In the
beginning, we moved ahead, but the
hardware lagged behind. Now Magnavox is
moving ahead with the hardware, but the
industry hasn't been able to keep up with

the software.”

Nevertheless, Bergamo expressed the
belief that it was only a matter of time before
software production would catch up with
hardware production.

Bergamo then added that it was his belief
that the record retailers should be the ones
to gear up for the anticipated growth of the
video disc market. “You should be a total
entertainment center,” said Bergamo to the
San Francisco retailers.

Costello amplified the point, adding, “if
we don’'t watch it, others will get a
foothold in the business. Why should we
send the customer to Fotomat to buy video
cassettes or discs?”

Disco Will Continue

On the future of disco, the label reps
seemed convinced that the music will sur-
vive, even after the massive popularity of
recent times begins to fade.

Addressing the San Francisco audience,
Fantasy’'s Jones remarked, that “disco is a
substantial market in the country toddy. 12"
singles'are now a market unto themselves.
Disco will probably be around for at least
another three years, because people will
always want to dance.”

Going one step further, Campagna felt
that disco will *have its own niche in the
future. Il continue because it's dance
music, and people want to dance. It'll even-

tually be considered just another type of
music, and it'll be valid for any artist who
feels comfortable with it.”

Costello also agreed, adding, “I don't
think it's for everybody. For example, | don't
anticipate a disco cut from, say, Bob Dylan,
but it can be valid for other artists who are
just starting their careers.”

One negative note that the label reps un-
iversally decried was the recent drop in the
quality of the records themselves and the
resultant problems with defectives. Noting
that the defect rate “is a serious problem,”
Bergamo went on to explain that “resin
quality is down from two years ago because

of EPA (Environmental Protection Agency)

standards.”

Polygram Announces New Marketing
Company for Polydor, Phonogram

LONDON — As a result of the economic
problems currently gripping all facets of the
UK economy, Polygram Leisure Ltd. has
announced plans to establish a new com-
mercial organization to carry out the
marketing functions for both the Polydor
and Phonogram labels.

Beginning Jan. 1, 1980, the new com-
pany will consolidate the advertising and
print services. field display, import music
services. television merchandising. special
projects and exports functions of both
labels. according to David G. Fine.
Polygram Leisure Ltd. managing director.

‘The purpose of bringing these activities
together in one organization is to increase
our effectiveness in the marketplace
through streamlining the structure against

the background of the continually changing
business environment.” Fine explained.
“The new company will carry out for
Phonogram and Polydor a number of func-
tions. which at present exist separately in
these companies.”

While the creative aspects of both labels
will be unaffected by the changes. approx-
imately 30-40 staff positions will be drop-
ped when the changes become effective.

The new company will be headed by Tom
Parkinson, currently the deputy managing
director for Polydor. Tony Moore and Ken
Maliphant will continue as managing direc-
tors for the Polydor and Phonogram labels,
respectively, and will report directly to Fine.

The changes will signrificantly increase
the number of salesmen available to the
labels, with a special emphasis upon those
adept at working hot product.

LOS ANGELES — Back in 1974 in Sao
Paulo. Yacoff Sarkovas and Paulo Arantes
were confronted with a problem. Realizing
that radio provided the single most impor-
tant promotional vehicle for musical
product. they also knew that no reliable
method to convey radio’s vital statistics to
the industry existed at that time in Brasil.

As aresult. Sarkovas and Arantes foun-
ded Informa Som and revolutionized
statistical music reporting in Brasil.

Starting by charting the title, artist and
time of day played for each song on the 10
AM stations in Sao Paulo, Informa Som
gradually won the respect of the industry
and began the growth thathas seen thefirm
expand its coverage to 69 radio stations
(both AM and FM) and three television
networks in the seven largest Brasilian
cities — Sao Paulo, Rio de Janeiro. brasilia.
Salvador. Recife, Porto Alegre and Belem.

Under the direction of Sarkovas. Informa
Som currently issues daily, weekly, monthly
and annual bulletins reporting such factors
as the number of times a particular song
was played. the top songs judged by
amount of airplay. the top artists, the
breakdowns between Brasilian artists and
songs and international acts, etc.

The information is sold to record com-
panies. music publications and radio sta-
tions. as well as ECAD. the Brasilian Central
Copyright Distribution Bureau. An ASCAP-
type of group, ECAD has utilized Informa
Som’'s services since 1977, when the
Brasilian government completely re-
formulated the criteria for copyright
distribution

The daily bulletins issued by Informa

Yacoff Sarkovas
Som contain summaries of transcriptions
of radio activity from 7 am.to 7 pm. — a
time period consistent with the charac-
teristics and demands of the Brasilian
market. Special emphasis is placed on the
Top 20 tunes played on any particular day.

The weekly bulletins are compilations of
the daily reports, with a rating of the Top
100 tunes played during that week; while
the monthly and annual bulietins are further
summaries with a listing of the Top 200
tunes.

This and other information is compiled
by over 200 employees utilizing more than
100 open reel-to-ree! tape decks. plus a
computer system installed in 1978. As a
further service to customers, all tape
transcriptions are kept in informa Som's
archives for 90 days, available for any
necessary consultations.

CHICAGO — Bally Manufacturing Corp.,
the first pinball machine manufacturer to
include a slot for the new dollar coin on its
machines (Paragon and Kiss), is currently
providing factory distributors with placards
designed to fit atop the backglass as a
promotional tie-in for the coin chute and the
Susan B. Anthony dollar. The copy reads:
“This Bally Game Takes The S.B.A.
Dollar.”Also imprinted is the new Bally Pin-
ball Division logo, at the lower right.

A lineup of machines with the new signs
are on display in the game room at Bally's
Belmont Avenue factory. Models following
Paragon and Kiss will be designed with a
front door emblem designating the “Susie”
(center) slot and it will be green in color,
rather thanyellow, forimmediate identifica-
tion.

Bernie Powers, the factory's field service
manager. told Cash Box that. since the
beginning of the year, "we have been dis-
cussing the Susan B. Anthony dollar at the
various service schools we've held
throughout the country.” Additionally,
Powers was among the guest speakers at
the recent promotional gathering spon-
sored by Sandler Vending Co. of Min-
neapolis. A prime topic was the “Susie”
dollar and among keynote speakers was
Dr. Alan Goldman, assistant director of the
U.S. Treasury. Operators in attendance
received brochures. published by the
Treasury Dept., which fully explain the
dimensions, features and advantages of
the dollar coin.

Save Time

As explained in the brochure, the dollar
coinwill “savetime and reduce errors at the
cash register.” As opposed to bills, which
must be secured under spring retainer and
must be straightened. the dollar coin is

“easily withdrawn from and dropped into
cash drawers.” The dollar coin can be
“quickly counted and handled manually or
automatically” while bills often *‘stick
together and cannot be distinguished by
size.” Whereas “bills must be individually
separated by denomination and placed
face side up in one direction.” the Susie
dollar is "quick and easy to separate by
size." Utilization of the dollar coin
“elimininates the need for removal of worn
and torn bills from circulation” and since it
is "sized between the quarter and half
dollar and weighs 1/3 as much as four
quarters” is “easy to find in pocket or
change purse,” which is of special
significance to the consumer. These are

The electronic arcade sounds are
right out of science-fiction and are ideal for
family oriented locations with their mod
structure and contemporary feel. The latter
range from identifiable tunes to short
bursts of attention-getting melody clusters
which highlight coin insertion. game-starts,
scoring, penalties and game-over,” he ad-
ded.

Other Features

Another feature of the new Gottlieb
sound is the “Attract” mode. With this
device in action, there is a random playing
of a special tune after the game has been
idle for six minutes and this will attract at-
tention to the machine and the interest of
players.

The brilliantly colored backglass art
depicts a regal and determined Indian in
full war regalia against a backdrop of native
American artifacts and symbolism, to
further attract attention to the machine.

“The album came out beautifully,” of-
fered Beckett. “Bob was probably the most
cooperative artist I've ever worked with and
we didn’t change one thing. He is a Chris-
tian (at this point), but you don’t have to be
Christian to like the music.

“What I'd noticed with some of Bob's
previous albums was that some of the
bands would be in a groove that was dif-
ferent from the one Bob was in. The
cadence of the lyric would be totally dif-
ferent from what the band was feeling.

“However, when | first came into the
studio he was playing piano in a style where
his lyrics seemed to flow along with no
problem. Mark (Mark Knopfler of Dire
Straits) noticed this also. And when Pick
Withers joined on drums and | took over on
keyboards we all slipped right into the style.
Although | thought it would be a difficult
thing to keep things flowing, the right at-
titude was there, the songs were up and
Bob was singing better than I've ever heard
him.”

New Seger LP

Beckett and Muscle Shoals Sound
partners Jimmy Johnson, David Hood and
Roger Hawkins along with Punch Andrews
helped produce the forthcoming album by
a Bob of a different color, Detroit's own Bob
Seger. The feel of the music is a different
thing with Seger, who also recorded “Back
In’71,” “Beautiful Loser,” “Night Moves" and
“Stranger/In Town” at the Muscle Shoals
Sound Studios.

“Where another artist might pull a musi-
cian or throw a band out of a groove, Seger
stays right in the pocket and drives the
band along,” mentioned Beckett. “He han-
dles the ‘feel’ pretty much on his own. He
sings with the band on every cut, which
makes everybody feel like more of a unit.
That's important to us. Some artists who
don't stay right with the song can slow or
speed the band up and his musicians end
up second quessing him. That can be a
problem.’

Beckett's Beginnings

Although Beckett is currently in the
limelight as a producer, he began his
career as a musician on the Southern club
circuit. He was playing with a band in Pen-
sacola Florida, when he ran into a disc
jockey named Don Schroeder. Schroeder
asked Beckett to come to Muscle Shoals to
play on a single he was producing. Beckett
obliged, and found himself recording with
the Muscle Shoals Rhythm Section —
Jimmy Johnson (guitar), David Hood (bass)
and Roger Hawkins (drums). That par-
ticular session yielded James and Bobby
Purify’s “I'm Your Puppet.”

“The song became a million seller,”
reflected Beckett, “and after that, the morel|

stayed in the studio, the more | loved it.”

Beckett was also enthralled with the
sound of his new found Muscle Shoals
friends. Obviously, the feeling was mutual,
as, after two more visits to the Alabama
studios Beckett was asked to be the
keyboard player in the famous rhythm sec-
tion. Subsequently, he became an integral
part of the sound that powered many of the
great Stax Records' R&B hits of the 1960’s.

In the Spring of 1969, the four Southern
musicians pooled their resources and
opened the Muscle Shoals Sound Studio.
Beckett's first project at the studio was a
co-production of a Mel and Tim single with
Roger Hawkins. The song, “Starting All
Over Again” was a Top Ten hit.

“That was our firsttime out as producers.
We cut an album, and then a second album,
and about that time Stax folded. So | spent
a while settling down and evaluating the
whole picture of what | learned and what |
wanted to do next. Then | met Peter
Yarrow.”

Beckett co-produced a Yarrow solo
album, and then produced a song by one of
Yarrow’'s background singers. The artist
was Mary MacGregor, the song was “Torn
Between Two Lovers™ and Beckett had his
first number one hit.

Wexler's Influence

Although Beckett was coming into his
own as a producer, it wasn'tuntil he started
working with producer Jerry Wexler thathe
feels his career really started to flourish.

“I had known Jerry from studio sessions,
and then he came and asked me if I'd help
him produce the Sanford-Townsend
album,” enthused Beckett. “| was so ex-
cited, | would have done it for nothing. Just
the chance to work with him would have
been enough payment.

“Working with Jerry is comparative to the
pupil working hand-in-hand with the
master. | am totally in awe of his accom-
plishments in music, and my working with
him was been the most valuable source of
musical knowledge that | have ever
received.”

While Beckett acts as a producer,
arranger and keyboard player on his pro-
jects with Wexler, he has a long list of
player-co-production credits as part of the
Muscle Shoals Rhythm Section as well.
Some of those credits include works by:
The Rolling Stones, Paul Simon, Cat
Stevens, The Staples Singers, Art Gar-
tunkel, Boz Scaggs and Phoebe Snow.

Due to lack of space and the availability
of studio time, The Muscle Shoals Rhythm
Section relocated its studios to a larger
building in Muscle Shoals areain May 1978.
The new studio, where both the new Bob
Dylan and Bob Seger albums were recor-

ded, took more than ayear torenovate. The
complex now houses two studios, Muscte
Shoals Sound Records, two publishing
companies — Muscle Shoals Sound
Publishing Co., Inc. (BMI} and Formula
Music, Inc. (ASCAP), the house production
company, staff offices and kitchen and
recreation facilities for artists using the
studios. Long range plans for expansion of
the studios include a mastering lab, so
there will be the technology on the
premises to take a recording all the way to
the mastering stage.

“The new facility is like a dream come
true,” explained Beckett. “Not only does it
keep you working as a musician for outside
acts, we have a new freshness as aresult of
the new people coming into work here.
Good producers offer good ideas and in-
spire good ideas.”
