Therefore,
recognition must also be extended to label presi-
dent Jerry Greenberg, senior vice president and
general manager Dave Glew, Atco and Custom

Thus far in 1979, Atlantic has enjoyed major suc-
cesses with acts from every label under its corporate
umbrella. And is it just a coincidence that the in-
dustry’s recent turnaround coincided with the
release of Led Zeppelin's chart-topping “In Through
The Out Door” LP?

But beyond just delivering the hits that helped br-
ing record buyers into retail outlets around the
country, Atlantic went a step further and gave us
recorded music that will enrich our cultural legacy
for generations to come. We can think of no better
example of music as high art than the Atlantic’s just
released two-record set, “Mingus At Antibes.”

As long as there are talented record people
around like Ahmet Ertegun and the Atlantic family
our industry will continue to grow and prosper.

RCA Sets Return Program:
22% Ceiling For All Dealers

LOS ANGELES — For the second time in
recent months, financially troubled EMI
Ltd. of the UK has turned down an offer to
merge with another company — this time
with Thorn Electrical Industries Ltd., one of
Britain's largest manufacturers of con-
sumer electronic products.

Under the terms of the offer, Thorn would
have traded seven of its own common
shares for every 20 EMI common shares
outstanding as of June 30, 1979. Based on
Thorn's calculation of $3.09 as the value of
an EMI share and the total of about 110.8
million shares outstanding, the bid was in
the region of $343 million.

While not closing the door completely on
the future possibility of amerger, EMI main-
tained that its board and financial officers
found Thorn's assessment of the value of
the shares “inadequate” and not truly
representative of the “potential of EMI's in-
ternational businesses and high
technological capabilities.’

The EMI board subsequently advised its
shareholders not to sell their stock.

Upon receipt of EMI's response 1o the
merger proposal, a Thorn spokesman was
quoted by the Wall Street Journal (Oct. 18)
as saying, “we are very pleased to see the
EMI reaction to the commercial logic of a
merger, but are disappointed that they
haven't as yet decided to recommend ac-
ceptance of the offer.”

Initial news of the merger proposal Tues-
day, Oct. 16, had a striking effect on the
stock market, sending EMI shares up the
equivalent of 69 cents to $2.74 on the Lon-

don Stock Exchange and up 75 cents to
$2.875 on the New York Stock Exchange.
Thorn, meanwhile, dropped 86 cents to
$7.97 on the London Stock Exchange. (Not
registered with the Securities and Ex-
change Commission, Thorn is not listed on
the New York Exchange.)

However, news of EMI's response Wed-
nesday. Oct. 17, reversed the previous
day's tendencies — EMI dropping 12'%
cents in New York and increasing by only 2
cents in London, and Thorn jumping 21
cents in London.

In addition to its international music
cperations headquartered in the UK, which
includes the Capitol, EMI America and Un-
ited Artists labels in the USA, EMI Ltd. ac-
tivities include movie making and other en-
tertainment enterprises, medical elec-

WCI Posts 3rd

Music Group Revenues
Rise, But Income Dips

NEW YORK — Third quarter revenues of
the recorded music division of Warner
Communications Inc. increased 21% to
$166,331,000 from $137.379,000 for the
year-earlier period. However, netincome of
the recorded music division declined 17%
to $14,331,000 from lastyear’s third quarter
figure of $17,303,000.

According to Steven J. Ross, chairman of
the board for WCI, “Approximately half of
the recorded music division's total sales in-
creases arises from the consolidation of
Japanese revenues in 1979 which were not
consolidated in the prior year. The earnings
decline is the result of continuing increases
in operating costs and a higher rate of
returns.”

However, Ross added, “there has recen-
tly been a substantial improvement in
record sales. This trend, in combination
with extremely strong album releases
through year end, leads us to conclude that
the record division should show an im-
proved trend of earning in the fourth quar-
ter.”

For the nine-month period ending Sept.
30, WCI's recorded music division posted
operating revenues of $498,611,000, up
from the year-earlier period's $489,604,-
000. But nine-month net income for the
division declined to $51,243,000 compared
to last year’s figure of $59,415,000.

In addition, the giant entertainment cor-
poration reported a 23% rise in net income
for the three months ending Sept. 30, 1979,
as income from continuing operations
leaped to a record $24,342,000 compared

NEW YORK — RCA Records has followed
CBS and Polygram to become the third ma-
jor distribution organization in the record
industry to announce a return ceiling
policy on product bought after Jan. 1, 1980.

The RCA and A&M and Associated
Labels return ceiling has been initially set at
22% of the preceding fourth month’s gross
sales. The allowable return percentage for
January, 1980, for example, will be 22% of
September, 1979 gross purchases.

This method of determining returns dif-
fers sharply from policies set by CBS and
Polygram. Arnie Orleans, division vice
president of sales and distribution for RCA
explained that the corporation felt that the
preceding fourth month system “would be
equitable in the long run, but more impor-
tantly perhaps, itwould be best for the short
run, relating January and February to high
purchase months as the most beneficial
way to begin the program for our ac-
counts.”

Like the CBS and Polygram programs,
the newly announced RCA returns policy
includes defective records, but excludes all
7" and 12" singles and certain “develop-
mental artists.” RCA has left the door open
for guaranteeing albums by developmental
artists on a local market-by-market basis.
Also, Orleans added, accounts would not
be held responsible for defective records
that were “clearly plant or depot problems
of ours.” Nor, he stated, would “Christmas
or other seasonal product be reflected
against the 22% return policy.'

The 22% figure will apply separately to
RCA and its Associated Labels and to A&M
and its Associated Labels, Orleans said.
The two billings and returns figures will not

Atlantic Reports Best
Quarter In Its History

NEW YORK — Atlantic Records’ gross
sales for the third quarter, ending Sept. 30,
exceeded $45 million, the highest figure for

any quarter in Atlantic’s 31-year history.
Spearheading the label's record-
breaking quarter were multi-platinum
album sales from “In Through The Out
Door” by Led Zeppelin, "Risque” by Chic,
and “Head Games” by Foreigner. In addi-
tion, Led Zeppelin's eight-album back
catalog accounted for sales in excess of

states that “those customers who have not
requested a full 22% based on the above
policy will accrue the unused return dollars
until the end of each calendar ycar.
Customers will then have until March 31 of
the following year to use any unused return
allowance from the prior year.’

In addition, RCA announced that
procedures for accounts who send return
authorizations from a number of different
jocations would be adjusted to a national
return basis for the firm. Returns must con-
tain no less than 25% total units; and
customers may request returns no more
than once a month.

Commenting on the overall returns pol-
icy, Orleans stated, “Our motivation, very
simply. is what we collectively at RCA and
A&M and our Associated Labels feel is a
policy that best meets the needs of today's

No Shortages Of
Paper, Vinyl Seen
For Rest Of 1979

LOS ANGELES — In a year that has seen
constantly rising prices for the raw
materials required in the production of
records, vinyl suppliers, record pressers
and album jacket manufacturers are
reasonably confident that both costs and
supplies can remain stable throughout the
coming holiday sales season.

Beset by rising costs in both the paper
and petroleum (the source of the vinyls
used to manufacture records) industries
this year, record pressers have seen the
price of vinyl increase nearly 20% since
May. while album jacket manufacturers
have experienced a cost jump of approx-
imately 15% since January.

Nevertheless, in spite of the rising prices,
the pressers and jacket manufacturers are
confident that enough raw materials are
available to forestall any shortages during
the busiest sales season of the year for
record companies.

“QOccassionally there's a probiem in
getting a particular size or caliber of bleach
board,” said Richard Block, marketing vice
president of Album Graphics Inc., one of
the top four jacket manufacture's in the
country, “but generally we keep a large in-
ventory on hand, and we are able to fill at
least 95% of our orders.”

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New York Leads U.S. Reggae
Music Sales, Houses Labels

NEW YORK — Metropolitan New York has
become aleading market for reggae music
second only to Great Britain and, in some
cases, exceeding Jamaica itself as a nub of
reggae activity. This prominence is due
partly to New York’s large West Indian pop-
ulation and partly to the city's status as a
focal point for national distribution of
reggae records to a growing, pop-oriented
audience.

The New York-based reggae market now
supports sales thatrange from 5,000t0 25,-
000 on every given album release, ac-
cording to several local distributors. As a
result, virtually every leading reggae
manufacturer had established some sort of
office locally within the past several years,
labels like High Note, Coxson, Joe Gibbs,
Duke Read, Channel One, Third World, and
Trojan have all set up bases of operation in
Queens, the Bronx, and particularly
Brooklyn.

Twenty Laid Off
At Phonogram;
Katz Discharged

NEW YORK — Phonogram/Mercury
Records has laid off 20 people in its New
York, Nashville, Los Angeles and Memphis
offices. In addition, the Memphis office has
been closed.

Most of those who were discharged in
the economy move were lower-level em-
ployees, according to a company
spokesperson. One notable exception was
Steve Katz, who had been vice president of
A&R, east coast.

Katz will not be replaced. However, John
Stainze, Phonogram’s A&R director, west
coast, and Cliff Burnstein of the label's
Chicago A&R staff will be coming into New
Ycrk more often than in the past. Jerry Ken-
nedy, vice president of A&R, Nashville, will
also continue to scout out new talent for the
label, as will Bob Sherwood, president of
Phonogram/Mercury.

The spokesperson denied rumors that
Phonogram is dissolving its west coast
publicity department. A publicist and a
secretary will replace the four publicity staf-
fers who left the label a few weeks ago, and
another secretary will be added to the New
York publicity office, she said.

market's strength is the increasing involve-
ment in reggae of major pop-oriented in-
dependent labels like Island and Virgin.
Island’s reggae subsidiary, Mango
Records, for example, has stepped up its
output from six albums in 1977 to ten in
1978 and 14 in 1979.
Stable Sales

According to Herb Corsack, general
manager of the Antilles and Mango labels,
“While we sell reggae records all over the
country, I'd say that agood 40% of our sales
come from the New York, Boston and
Philadelphia area. While a crossover artist
like Bob Marley can sell 250,000, what is
making for a very stable market is the fact
that we can be assured of sales that range
from 10,000 to 40,000 albums on any given
reggae release.”

Corsack further asserted that sales have
increased “by ten per cent over last year,
much of which has been reflected in stable
sales that have risen from a minimum of 7. -
000 units last year to 10,000 this year."

Virgin Records Inc. is another New York-
based, pop-oriented independent that is
making a commitment to the reggae
market, and will bow three releases by
December. Ken Berry, Virgin's president
explained, “There seems to be a decent
market here. If we can get sales that range
from ten to fifteen thousand on an album
we'll be satisfied. We'll initially look for sales

original tunes, “No More Tears (Enough |s
Enough)” and “On The Radio.”

On “No More Tears.,” Summer sings a
duet with Barbra Streisand. Casablanca is
releasing a disco 12" of this Paul Jabara-
Bruce Roberts-penned song, while Colum-
bia, Streisand’s label, has come out with the
7" version.

Soundtrack Tie-In

The other new track off the album, “On
The Radio,” will also be featured on the
soundtrack LP for Foxes, aCasablanca film
scheduled for a March 1980 release. Ac-
cording to Jones, advertising for the Sum-
mer LP will extend into the new year, ul-
timately tying in with the ad campaign for
the film and soundtrack album.

Summer’s ABC-TV special in December
will provide another tie-in, with the
Casablanca artist performing “On The
Radio” for the variety program.

An interesting sidelight to the ad cam-
paign centers around Columbia's close
cooperation with Casablanca in promoting
both artists. That cooperation has taken
several forms. Mini-inserts showing Barbra
and Donna back to back, shot by New York
celebrity photographer Francesco
Scavullo, appear on both artists’ album
covers. The same insert will also figure
prominently on the Sunset Strip billboard
promoting Summer’s LP.

On a smaller scale, the six sides of the
retail display cubes will be evenly divided,
three sides each, between Streisand and
Summer's jacket covers.

More significantly, ad buys for the single
will initially be paid for by whichever label
can secure the better rate. The cost will
then be split between the two companies.

Of the smooth and easy cooperation bet-
ween both labels and artists, Casablanca’s
director of advertising and merchandising,
Phyllis Schotin, says, “Considering the
egosinvolved, | think everything has turned
out well.”

From its beginnings as arespected blues
rock band in 1967 to its present day status
as one of the most successful bands in pop
music history, Warner Bros. recording
group Fleetwood Mac has always beenin a
league of its own.

Although such stellar rock personalities
as Peter Green and Bob Welch have fron-
ted the band at one time or another through
the years, the rhythm section of bassist
John McVie and drummer Mick Fleetwood
has always been the band’s musical core.

The current lineup — McVie, Fleetwood,
guitarist Lindsey Buckingham and vocalists
Stevie Nicks and Christine McVie — has
produced three albums (“Fleetwood Mac,"”
“Rumours” and “Tusk”), sold more than 20
million albums and played before more
than some two million people in 10 coun-
tries around the world. Other accolades
that the fivesome have garnered since 1975
include selling an incredible 13 mittion
copies of “Rumours” worldwide and winn-
ing the 1978 Grammy award for Album of
the Year.

“Tusk' is the group’s most adven-
turesome LP to date, and although the
patented Fleetwood Mac sound remainsin-
tact, it may be six months before people
finally make their way through the unusual
production, primal rhythms and hidden
lyrical meanings, and begin to come to
grips with the band's latest masterpiece.

The new double album contains 20
brand new songs written by the band's
three resident composers (Buckingham,
Nicks and Christine McVie) and an unusual
cover package featuring the work of world-
renowned photographer/artist Peter Bear,
as well as photographers Norman Seef and
Jayme Odgers. “Tusk" also surpasses the
band’s own record-setting “Rumours” LP
in the sheer number of albums to be
pressed and shipped initially.

While the band has been racked by per-
sonal and emotional upheavals since the
present line-up formed in 1975, drummer
and manager John McVie best sums up the
band’s situation by saying, “We love the
music we create and, more than that, we
love working together. It is for the music
that we stay together.”

Fatbck ”

Athough Fatback has been in existence
since 1971 (12 albums ago) this purveyor of
party-time, funk music is just beginning to
peak people's interest nationally.
Throughout its history the band has played
music of the street, and many of the band's
most famous songs have come from the
street buzz that was generated by popular
disco dances — “(Are You Ready) Do The
Bus Stop.” “Double Dutch” and “Freak The

“reak The Funk (Rock)."

The Polydor Spring group's new LP,
‘Fatback XII." is its most streamlined and
commercial dancin’ affair to date, and the
album is currently at #15 bullet of the Cash
Box black contemporary LP chart. The LP's
first single, “King Tim Il (Personality
Jock),” features a DJ rap put to a strong
beat, and is destined to become the band's
biggest hit to date as it is presently at #23
bullet on the Cash Box B/C singles chart.

“We've always played music of the peo-
ple — the songs they want to hear,” says
Fatback founder, gercussionist and lead
singer Bill Curtis. “All | can play is dance
music. Fatback plays music with a beat,
and I've been playing this type of music for
thirty years. We're no disco band, though.
Fatback is a Funk Band. We originally set
the trend which everyone else come to take
advantage of. g

Fatback originalty Began as a recording
company in the '60s, with Curtis himself
enlisting bands, writing their material and
producing them. The foundation of the
band — bassist Johnny Flippin, trumpet
player George Williams and guitarist
Johnny King — was on the label when the
veteran percussionist decided to use the
group to record some of his own material.

‘I just wasn't getting the sound | wanted
from the artists on the label, so | formed my
own band,” said Curtis. “The basis of the
band is rhythm. The name Fatback was
given to me in the early'60s because of the
way | played drums. People thought it was
something special. Today, | guess you'd
call it funky, but in those days down in New
Orleans, they called it ‘fatback.” "

In addition to the groups original mem-
bers, Fatback is comprised of keyboard
player Gerry Thomas, percussionist Billy
King, tenor saxophonist Fred Demery and
keyboardist James Shelton. The latest ad-
dition to the touring band are two female
vocalist/dancers called Wild Sugar.

Gerry Thomas, who was a member of
Jimmy Castor's group for several years,
has been part of Curtis' and Fatback's
musical endeavors since the Perception
days. Thomas co-writes much of the band'’s
material and is instrumental in directing
Fatback's in-studio sound. “Gerry has
always understood my language and been
able to relay my messages to the rest of the
band,” offered Curtis.

Fatback has just finished playing several
dates in North and South Carolina and will
be releasing “Love In Perfect Harmony,” a
shimmering ballad, as the follow-up single
to the “King Tim I1I” hit. The group is also
contemplating a national tour with long-
time friends, Funkadelic.

lan Gomm

Although he records for Stiff Records
and used to write songs with Nick Lowe, lan
Gomm is not a new waver. He is, rather, an
old-fashioned rock and roll songwriter with
an ear for a good hook. And the proof of
Gomm'’s ability can be found in the success
of both his debut album, “Gomm With The
Wind,” and the single from the album,
“Hold On,” which is currently bulleted at
number 18 on the Cash Box Top 100 chart.

Actually, Gomm, who grew up in the Eal-
ing section of London, feels that the term
“new wave” has different meanings in the
United States and Britain. “In America,”
Gomm says, “new wave encompasses far
more styles than in Britain, where it's
associated with a certain style of British
pop. | think it's considered the smoothed
down side of punk, without the rebellious
side. In America, there’s more of an
emphasis on simplicity, which is all right
with me, because that's what | try to do.”

It should be noted, however, that Gomm
spent many years perfecting his
songwriting talents. He began playing in
local London bands as a teenager, and af-
ter finishing school, Gomm got a job at EMI
Records as a draftsman in the art depart-
ment. He kept writing songs and playing in
bandsatnight. So when the right chance
came, | quit the job and became a full-time
musician.”

Gomm's chance came in 1372, when he
answered an ad in Melody Maker and
auditioned for a spot in the Brinsley
Schwarz band. After winning the job, he left
EMI and began a four-year, five-album
association with the group, whose mem-
bersincluded Nick Lowe and Bob Andrews.

Gomm calls that period as one filled with
“potato days” where the band lived
together and pooled their meager
resources in an attempt to lighten the finan-
cial burden. Despite critical acclaim,
however, Brinsley Schwarz never broke
through commercially, and Gommsays, “in
desperation, we just broke up.”

By that time, Gomm felt that he “had
enough of groups,” and he went to work as
an engineer for arecording studioin Wales.
“ltwas agood time to sortoutwhat | was do-
ing,” he says, “and because the studio
wasn’t particularly busy, | had plenty of time
to make my own demos.”

Those demos were subsequently rejec-
ted by every major record company in
England, but when Dai Davies, a former
Brinsley Schwarz manager, heard one, he
called up Gomm and signed him to a
publishing deal. Davies then formed Albion
Records, and, in 1978, Gomm recorded his
first album, “Summer Holiday,” with Martin
Rushent producing.

By chance, another former Brinsley
Schwarz manager, Dave Robinson, head of
Stiff Records, needed one more album to
fulfill a distribution deal he'd made with
Epic in the United States, and after hearing
“Summer Holiday,” he knew that he had
just met his quota. The album, retitled
"Gomm With The Wind,” received almost
instant endorsement from American FM
radio.

Former Beatle Best Relives

‘60s In ‘Birth Of The Beatles’

LOS ANGELES — Few people could pick
Pete Best out of a crowd today but back in
the early '60s the youthful, serious drum-
mer came within a hair's breadth of fame
and fortune as a member of perhaps the
world's most popular English group, The
Beatles.

Now, Best is a civil.servant back in his
hometown of Liverpool, England, the
birthplace of the Fab Four, collecting a
modest wage and settled intQa typically
middle-class existence with his wife and
children. Recently, though, Best was called
upon to act as technical advisor for the film
‘Birth of The Beatles', a Dick Clark Produc-
tion that is scheduled to air on the ABC
television network Nov. 23.

Clark, also the host of the long-running
“American Bandstand" program, asked
Best to work on the film more than two
years after the drummer had made a rare
appearance on the 25th anniversary
special for Bandstand.

“We purposely went to a number of dif-
ferent sources in our research but, clearly,
Pete's help in the making of the film was in-
valuable,” said Clark. The motion picture,
which is a reenactment of The Beatles for-
mation and eventual rise to stardom, traces
the band’s origins from 1959, when John
Lennon and Paul McCartney played in The
Quarrymen at Quarry Bank school, to their
growth on the Merseyside club scene in
Liverpool, success in Hamburg, Germany
and culminating in their highly successful
Ed Sullivan broadcast in the U.S.

Best’s Discovery

Best was discovered by The Beatles at
his parent's club, The Casbah, located in
the basement of the family's home in
Heymans Green, just outside of Liverpool.
At the time he was gigging with various
groups and playing in a trio known as “The
Black Jacks.” His mother had been a big
supporter of The Beatles in the early days
and when the group asked him to audition
atthe now-defunct Wyvern Club, he readily
complied.

The Beatles left Liverpool for Hamburg
shortly thereafter, playing first at The
Kaiser Keller and then the Top Ten Club.
After three months back in Liverpool, the
group ventured again to Hamburg and
were signed to Polydor, during which time
they cut several EPs with Tony Sheridan,
one of which, “My Bonnie,” topped most
European pop charts. After the record was
released, Brian Epstein approached the
group, asking to become their manager.

Best stayed with the band through their
initial ascension to stardom in Europe,
which was capped by the band's now-
famous engagement at The Star Club in
Hamburg and their first recording contract
as a group, with Parlophone. Shortly
thereafter, the quiet drummer was called
into Epstein’s office and told that he was
fired from the band.

“When | was called into the office, | had
no inkling that it was coming,” said Best
during a recent trip here to promote ‘Birth
of The Beatles. “My mind went totally
blank. There was never any contact with me
prior to the dismissal and the lads never
made any mention of it. It was all done
through Brian, who said that | wasn't
technically a good drummer.

‘Birth of The Beatles’ details the scene of
Best's dismissal in one of the more
dramatic moments of the film, with actor
Ryan Michael playing Best's role.

RCA Profits Fall
For Third Quarter

NEW YORK — Although RCA Records
operated at a profit in the third quarter of
1979, it trailed its year-ago performance
substantially, and domestic operations, ex-
clusive of the RCA Record Club, continued
to be unprofitable.

The high rate of sales returns in the
second quarter abated somewhat, and a
major cost reduction program was accom-
plished in the quarter.

Build-Up

The three-month period also saw an ac-
celerating buildup in expenses for the
“Selectavision” videodisc system which will
be RCA's next major new consumer
product. The combination of RCA Records’
decline in earnings and videodisc ex-
penses pulled profits for this quarter down

from the prior year figure for the Con-
sumer Electronics Products and Services
Division. Overall, RCA Corporation showed
a profit of $66 million for three months
ending Sept. 30, 1979, compared with $70
million for the same quarter in 1978.

Sales for the three month period reached
a new high of $1.83 billion compared to
$1.66 billion for the year earlier period.

RCA also registered record earnings for

the first nine months of 1979 as profits ¢clim-
bed to $213.7 million from earnings of
$203.2 million for the year-earlier period.
Sales for the nine month period rose 15% to
a record $5.47 billion, compared to $4.75
billion for the prior year period.

Capitol’s Colomby Stresses
‘Sensible’ Timing Of Releases

by Alan Sutton

LOS ANGELES — "One of the most
overlooked functions of A&R is the timing
and scheduling of releases.”

So says Bobby Colomby, recently
named to the newly created position of
divisional vice president of A&R, pop
music, for Capitol Records.

Colomby, who came to Capitol after a
stint as vice president of west coast A&R for
Epic. maintains that “sometimes a record
can be lost” when the timing of the release
conflicts with the type or product involved.

Citing as an example the inevitable flood
of superstar LPs that appear in the fourth
quarter, he continues, “Whatwould happen
if they all released their albums in Novem-
ber and December? Well, the consumer’s
dollar canonly be stretched so far. Sowhen
hewalks into arecord store and sees arack
of all his favorite acts on display, it becomes
a matter of intense competition for that
dollar.

“Now, that type of competition between
labels is going to happen; it's normal. But
competition among artists on the same
label has got to be minimized. And that
responsibility falls directly on the A&R
department.”

Colomby's appointment was part of a
broad restructuring of Capitol's A&R
department. which saw the division broken
down into four main areas — pop, country,
black and special projects. In addition to
Colomby, the respective vice presidents
are Lynn Shults, Dr. Cecil Hale and David
Cavanaugh. All report to Rupert Perry,
Capitol's vice president of A&R.

Redistribute Workload

According to Colomby, a primary objec-
tive of the restructuring was to distribute
the workload more evenly. “Before, it was
difficult for Rupert to oversee the entire
operation because of the tremendous
responsibility that was on his shoulders.
Because the A&R function is so all-
encompasing, it was inevitable that my job
be created. Just having another body
around has taken a great deal of the
workload off the staff.”

Besides the normal A&R functions such
as talent acquisition, production, material
selection and so on, Colomby says it will be
up to him to see to it that “the music and its
intention is communicated through the
company, so thatthereis noconfusionas to

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Digital Process Still Limited,
Classical Producers Claim

NEW YORK — Both critics and consumers
have taken to digital records with an
enthusiasm that hasn't been equaled since
the advent of stereo sound reproduction.
Yet a Cash Box survey of classical record
producers at major labels indicates that
these practitioners are tempering their own
excitement over the new technology with an
awareness of its current limitations.

Andrew Kazdin, director of A&R for
Columbia Masterworks, has just finished
work on a New York Philharmonic
recording of Stravinsky's “Petrouchka”
which was digitally taped last May. Unlike
other digital systems, the 3M unit that was
utilized for this recording had multi-
tracking splicing capabilities. Kazdin
spliced a 16-track recording of
"Petrouchka” and mixed it down to a two-
track master, using many of the techniques
that are associated with analog recording.

When the acetate of the LP was played
for several other staffers, recalls Kazdin,
they congratulated him on the 'big,
spacious sound” which they attributed to
the digital recording method. Kazdin was
amused by their misunderstanding of the
process. “It's a spacious sound,” he told
them, “because / made it a spacious sound
and because it's reverberant to this and
clear to that, and so on.”

According to Kazdin, all that the digital
nature of the recording contributed is “no
distortion, no flutter and no noise. In those
three technical areas, there’s no questionin
my mind that it's superior.” In addition,
notes the producer, the digital process has
a distinct advantage over analog in that the
above three qualities can be transmitted

from one generation to another.

However, h¢ says, in such areas as
stereo imaging, sharpness of timbres and
spatial location of individual instruments,
the listener cannot tell what part of the ef-
fectis due to the digital process and whatis
due to "very good technigue on the part of
the engineers and producers, who would
have sounded just as good on analog,
minus those three qualities (distortion, flut-
ter, noise).”

Furthermore, Kazdin points out, the in-
creased dynamic range of digital
recordings “falls out from the fact that
there's very low noise.” Thus, volume levels
can be set higher for the loud parts of a
piece because there's less distortion in that
range than there would be on an analog
recording. Similarly, the softest parts of the
work will be audible without dial-twiddling
because “they don't get lost in sonic mud.”

No Panacea

Although it's a “tremendous asset to
recording,” says Kazdin, the digital process
is no panacea which will cure all recording
ills. “It can’t make a bad recording
passable, and it doesn’'t mean that a good
analog recording doesn't sound terrific,” he
notes. “But it could have made it sound bet-
ter.”

How good a record sounds is a subjec-
tive matter, Kazdin points out. An
audiophile listener, for example, might be
very happy with any record that has excep-
tionally quiet surfaces and little or no distor-
tion. On the other hand, says Kazdin, “A
more traditional listener might say, ‘Yeah,
it's true. | can't hear any hiss, but oh my
God, what aterrible balance, whata terrible
sound. | can’t listen to this record.””

Jay Sachs, executive producer for Red
Seal agrees that there are many factors
that affect the sound of a record, whether
it's digital or analog. The weakestlink in the
length reproduction processes, he
stresses, is the vinyl disc itself, “simply
because that's where you have the greatest
chance of defects — surface noise, ticks,
pops, etc. If you haveareally quiet disc, you
become well aware of other problems like
tape hiss and distortion and that sort of
thing. But for the most part, record pressing
is the most chancy part of the whole cycle.
That's where most things can go wrong and
where you have the least amount of con-
trol.”

Sachs admitted that some of the
audiophile records that have been issued
by labels like Telarc and Denon do sound

videodiscs for cable systems and the home
market. However, most observers agree
that the real boom for music shows will not
occur until software companies can see the
direction that the market will take.

At present, there is a great deal of con-
troversy surrounding the future of the video
cassette once the lower-priced video disc is
introduced. Although it is widely felt that
video cassette recorders (VCRs), of which
there are an estimated 850,000 in American
homes now, will always be sold for their
recording capability, the relatively low cost
of the discs and disc players is expected to
open a vast new market.

RCA, for example, will probably in-
troduce its SelectaVision videodisc
machine next year at a retail price of $400,
with two-hour records selling for approx-
imately $10 to $14 each. The records are
expected to offer movies and specialized
programming. The Magnavision system
test-marketed by Philips and MCA in Seat-
tle and Atlanta last year costs $600, with
MCA DiscoVision discs priced from $10 to
$25 apiece.

However, from the standpoint of music
programming, the real significance of the
videodisc is that it offers good-quality
stereo sound which can be outputted
through a consumer’s stereo system.

Another company currently testing the
software market is Paramount Pictures,
whose “Saturday Night Fever’ cassette
went on sale last month at 67 retail storesin
Denver and Phoenix. The tape is just one of
36 cassettes that are being offered by the
company’s non-theatrical distribution divi-
sion. A cassette version of the movie
“Grease" will also be introduced at some
point in time, according to Bob Peters,
president of the non-theatrical group.
Earlier this year, Paramount entered into a
distribution agreement with the Foto-Mat
Corp. for the sale and rental of Paramount
cassettes throughout the chain’s California
stores.

In the MCA DiscoVision catalog, there is
only one selection that is music-oriented. It
is an Elton John program documenting the
singer live in concert. It retails for $9.95 and
has been made available in the Atlanta and
Seattle markets.

When RCA began discussing its plans for
the marketing of the SelectaVision system
several years ago, Todd Rundgren was one
of the first recording artists to contact the
company about making a demonstration

Hit." A musical satire entitled “Rock Justice,” or “A Rock Singer's Apocalyptic
Nightmare,” will debut in San Francisco Nov. 4-7 at the Old Waldorf. “Rock Justice” por-
trays a musical courtroom trial where the presiding judge, Elijha Funk, must decide the
penalty for the rock singer’s crime of not scoring a hit. The musical, based on anideaby
Marty Balin and Bob Heyman, features such characters as Judge Funk, the
prosecuting guitarist, the defendant who is Jesse Brac'man of Eddie Money’s band. a
bailiff and the defending guitarist, all collectively known as Cinema, alocal hand picked
band. Rock Justice was initialty conceived as a videodisc commodity, which Heyman
calls ‘Plot Rock, the next art form of the 80's.” Written and directed by Balin and
Heyman, Rock Justice was produced by Balin's manager, Joe Buchwald featuring
Mlke Varney as musical director and sponsored by KMEL/San Francisco.
AURAL STIMULATION — The Aphex Aural Exciter, a sound enhancing device, is be-
ing introduced for broadcast application. The Model 602, modified specifically for in-
line broadcast use, is being tested on the air at KWST/Los Angeles, WLUP/Chicago
and WZAM/Norfolk.

Arbitron Presents Extended
Survey Concept To New York

by Ken Terry

NEW YORK — Arbitron Radio will be offer-
ing its extended measurement system to
stations in the New York, Los Angeles and
Chicago markets, in that order. Beginning
this week. Arbitrcn reps will be presenting
their program to New York stations. If ama-
jority of stations would rather stick with the
present ratings system, Arbitron will then
approach stations in L.A. and Chicago.

Rupert "Rip” Ridgeway, vice president of
radio sales development for Arbitron,
presented the extended measurement
concept to New York broadcasters at a
market seminar held here last week at the
Waldorf-Astoria kotel. Claiming that exten-
ded measurement isthefuture of thebroad-
cast industry,” Ridgeway pointed out that it
had been successfully instituted in New
Orleans and Seattle in 1978 and in In-
dianapolis in '79. In both New Orleans and
Seattle. he added, Arbitron had been able
to meet its quotas of completed diaries in a
12-week ratings period. And in the monthly
sample, he said, Arbitron had surpassed its
quota in all three markets this year. By
1982. Ridgeway predicted, the whole coun-
try will be using extended measurement.

Longer Rating Period

The key feature of extended measure-
ment is to extend the standards rating
period from four to 12 weeks. According to
Ridgeway, this would “minimize the

WASHINGTON D.C. — The FCC has com-
piled alist of 28 southern radio stations that
have been remiss in hiring minorities and
women. Seven of the stations listed —
WCEH-AM-FM/Hawksville, Ga.; WDEN-

Robins, Ga.; and WSTU/Stuart, Fla. — have
been requested to submit goals and
timetables for Equal Employment Oppor-
tunity compliance in the future before the
stations will be granted license renewal. 21
other stations were told they would be gran-
ted renewal approval in the near future.

The FCC listed the 28 stations because
the total number of women or minorities on
a station’s staff fell below 50% of the num-
ber of women or minorities in the
workforce, or the number of women or
minorities in the upper four job categories
fell below 25% in the workforce.

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significance of a typical events,” such as a
snowstorm or a school vacation, and would
provide advertisers with a better feel for
what is happening in their market. The
standard report would be a combination of
three monthly reports, each balanced or
“weighted" to the particular market.

In addition, Arbitron will furnish a
monthly “programmer’s guide” to radio
stations only. To be delivered four to six
weeks after each survey is done. These
guides will show market trends for
programming purposes. However Arbitron
specifies that they are not be used as a tool
to obtain advertising.

Finally, Arbitron is offering a “rolling
average report’ based on surveys done
over either 24 or 36 weeks. depending on
the broadcasters' preference. This can be
used as a selling tool. and, in Ridgeway's
view, it will provide a good insight into the
listening habits of specific demographics at
specific times.

Survey Dates

Arbitron is currently proposing the
following schedule for 12-week surveys in
the New York market beginning next year,
February 28-May 21; May 28-August 20;
and September 4-November 28. The first
ratings period under the old system is
scheduled for January 17-February 13.

Ridgeway estimated the additional cost
to Arbitron's New York customers at about
12%. if they decide to adopt the extended
measurement system. The higher price, he
said, will be necessitated by higher printing
costs and the need for a larger staff to han-
dle the extended surveys.

‘Source’ Airing In L.A.

LOS ANGELES — NBC's “The Source” is
the only radio network newscast broadcast
from the west coast on a full-
time basis. The broadcasts, which began
Oct. 15, are geared toward the 18-34 age
bracket. “The Socurce” is NBC's second
network news service. According to a
spokesman from the “The Source,” the
pacific coast newscasts are part of a
general plan to decentralize the network.

United For
Safe Energy

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC — The
fourth of five benefit concerts for the anti-
nuclear movement (sponsored by Musi-
cians United For Safe Energy) featured a
number of pop-music groups, including
Bruce Springsteen and the E Street Band,
Tom Petty and the Heartbreakers, Bonnie
Raitt, Peter Tosh, and Gil ScottHeron. Even
though the performers did not address the
issue of nuclear energy, the spirit of the
concert certainly recalled the anti-war
rallies of the 1960s, and inasmuch as the
MUSE concerts will spawn a live album and
film, some of the performers genuinely
seemed to enjoy the opportunity to com-
bine performing with the pro-solar cam-
paign.

Following brief opening sets by Heron
and Tosh with their respective bands, Bon-
nie Raitt performed selections from her
new Warner Bros. LP, “The Glow,” with
assistance from such noted Los Angeles-
based musicians as Bill Payne, Rosemary
Butler, Freebo. and John Hall. Raitt sang im-
pressively in her adaptations of “I Thank
You,” the Isaac Hayes/David Porter song.
and “My Little Runaway,” which featured
the stinging slide guitar sound she has
developed over the course of her career.

The set by Petty and his group, who have
a new MCA LP, “Damn the Torpedoes,”
due later this month, consisted mostly of hit
songs from his repertoire, ranging from
“Anything That's Rock and Roll Is Fine.”
“Breakdown.” “Stranger in the Night,
“American Girl,” and an energetic version
of “Shout.” Petty is a stirring vocalist, and
his group. with its two electric guitarists,
played with the sort of intensity one has
come to expect from them.

Springsteen’s performance was his first
since last year’'s tour in support of
“Darkness on the Edge of Town,” and the
band was full of their usual good-natured
spirit. The hour-long set concentrated on
relatively familiar material, such as “Prove
It All Night,” “Badlands,” “Thunder Road,"”
and “Jungleland,” as well as a new tune,
“The River,” a harmonica-dominated song
reminiscent of “The Promise” that will be
released on the group’s forthcoming
Columbia album.

Few performers evoke such a rabid
response from their followers as Spring-
steen and company do. This became very
evident during a portion of “Rosalita,” when
the band locked into a one-chord vamp as
“The Boss" and saxophonist Clarence
Clemmons squared off at either end of the
stage in preparation for the song's climax.
An encore of “Come a Little Bit Closer,’
with Jackson Browne, Petty, andRosemary
Butler, followed by the band’'s closing
theme, "Quarter to Three,” capped the
program. leo sacks

avid Werner

THE WHISKY, L.A. — Now that the elusive
musical genre known as pop rock (or power
pop. depending on which critics you read)
has come back into fashion, it somehow
seems appropriate that its equally misun-
derstood predecessor, glamor or glitter
rock. make a comeback.

Epic's David Werner showed a strong af-
finity for at least the substance, if not the
total style. of that music at his recent
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engagement here. Sans the heavy makeup
he wore during his “Whiz Kid"” stage five
years ago when he recorded two largely
overlooked LPs for RCA. Werner's fragile
Mod appearance and hard rockin' quintet,
retaining the superb Mark Doyle on lead
guitar, drew hearty applause from the same
fans who had obviously not forgotten Ziggy
Stardust.

Werner could be excused for seeming «
bit skittish, as it was only the fourth time he
had been onstage and the performance
was being taped for a radio broadcast.
While his posturing and constant prancing
across the stage seemed a bitcontrived, his
vocalsimproved immeasurably from areed
thing start to an all-out rave-up finish, as he
belted out “Aggravation Non-Stop,” “Eye
To Eye" and the title track from the “Whiz
Kid" LP.

The set featured a healthy sampling of
older numbers, such as "Talk” and the title
cut from “Imagination Quota"” in addition to
“Love Is Tragic” off of “Whiz Kid.” On the
selections from his current self-titled LP.
Werner ripped through “Can’t Imagine,
“Every New Romance,” “High Class Blues”
and the smoldering “What's Right” with a
studied but determined forcefulness. Echo
and reverb effects added a glossy pop
veneer to his clearly articulated, resonant
vocals.

At this point, Werner could do without the
tiresomely melodramatic gestures and
focus a bit more on his delivery, but the
Pittsburgh nativeis anandrogynously char-
ming performer who does his rock
forebearers justice through captivatingly
energetic songs. Werner is still clearly an

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC — Once again,
Columbia recording artists the Chieftains
brought their traditional Irish sounds to
Carnegie Hall, and the results were
breathtaking. From the start, the CBS ar-
tists enthralled the audience with their
blend of folk, classical and improvisational
skills.

Nothing about the Chieftains is everyday
in nature. For example, their Celtic instru-
ments are as old as the legends many of the
tunes are based on.

Founder/leader Paddy Moloney dis-
played brilliant instrumental technigues
and sandwiched some witty remarks bet-
ween songs as well. He was at his best play-
ing the bagpipes relative, the Uillean Pipes.

Derek Bell on harp, Sean Kean and Mar-
tin Fay on violin, percussionist Kevin Con-
neff and newcomer flutist Matt Molloy roun-
ded out the first-class line-up. The even-
ing's high point came during Molloy’s solo
spot in “Tommy’s Chickens.” Its lyrical,
fluid performance received the set's
loudest hand.

All the ensemble efforts were a joy, but
the best were: “Away We Go Again,” “If |
Had Maggie In The Wood,” “O'Sullivan’s
March” and “Carolans Welcome,” recently
released as a 45 in the UK. This number
which the Chieftains performed at the
Pope's Pheonix Park massin Dublin, merits
a U.S. release.

Overall, the packed house of all ages en-
joyed every minute of the Chieftains’ 2-Va
hour show. After all. what other band can
blend earthy and ethereal music, with Irish
humor and a deep sense of history? The
Chieftains truly are unique and enjoyment
of their music is hardly limited to the Irish,
as their set proved.

onagrassrootslevel, andif thereis enough
interest shown by radio we'll move in that
direction as well. Admittedly, we are getting
our feet wet and will be using Island as sort
of a model in terms of the path that we pur-
sue.”

Tip Of Iceberg

But the involvement of labels with ex-
perience in the pop market is just the
iceberg tip of a local market comprised of
hundreds of smaller entrepreneurs, many
of which are lined up along Utica Avenue in
Brooklyn. One such operation is Keith's
Records, a retail store that also distributes
the High Note, Cash and Carry, and Ger-
main labels. Owner Donovan Germain
asserts that “in the past couple of years the
biggest Jamaican companies have set up
operations here, not to mention the smaller
labels, whose numbers | wouldn't even try
to estimate New labels seem to be popping
up every day.”

According to Germain, “I do 75% of my
business in New York, which is now a
bigger market than Jamaica.” Germain
contended that, while the typical reggae
album can sell 4,000 units in Jamaica, New
York is good for sales that range from 6,000
to 7,000. The only market that's bigger, he
said is the UK, which can account for sales
of from 10,000 to 14,000.

Chin Randy’s, in business since 1969, is
New York's oldest reggae retail and
wholesale operation. Percy Chin, the
operation’s manager claims that while
Jamaica is still a bigger market than New
York, New York is definitely competitive,
with average sales growing from 5,000 to
10,000 in 1970 to 10,000 to 25,000 today.
Chin. claims that local sales are 80%
Jamaican, although outside of New York,
accounts are more frequently white. Chin
claims to have over 350 accounts in the
New York area. three hundred of which are
based in Brooklyn alone.

One-Stops Emerge

The scene has also begun to support its
own one stops. One such operation is VP
Records in Jamaica, Queens. The opera-
tions is headed up by Clive Chin, a nephew
of Chin Randy, from whom he got his start
in the business. Chin handles over 200 titles
and claims to be able to sell 10,000 of a
record he distributes, and triple that if the
record gets radio play. “New York is cen-
tral,” said Chin. “There's a large local pop-
ulation that's always looking for something
new. In addition, there isn't a record
promoter around who hasn't set up some
sort of operation here in the past few
years.” Unlike the more locally-based
operations, Chin, whose accounts are
spread across the U.S. and Europe, claims
that 75% of his business is white.

There are a variety of factors that have
contributed to the growth of the music. Ac-
cording to Lister Hewan-Lowe, head of
promotion for Mango, political pressure in
Jamaicaresulted in intensified immigration
here in the early '70s, boosting the West In-
dian population far beyond the census
bureau’s estimated figure of one million.
Other factors he cited were the transition of
radio station WLIB to an all-Carribean for-
mat and the programming by Jamaican-
born DJ, Ken Williams. The success of Bob
Marley's “Natty Dread” album was also
cited as having broadened reggae's base
nationally.

“Marley brought in a whole new
audience, who in turn started to seek out
other artists.” said Howe. Another reason
cited by Howe for the music’s pinballing ef-
fect is the purchasing power of the
Jamaican working ctass in Manhattan,
which has caused chains like Disco-Mat to
stock reggae. In turn, this has helped ex-
pose consumers to the music.

Economic Effect

This is all not meant to imply that the
scene is not without its difficulties. Ac-
cording to Lowell “Bigga" Hill, co-owner of
J&L Records, sales have been down locally
in proportion to the economy's downward
turn. “When people are having a hard time
making ends meet for necessities like food,
then record buying becomes a luxury,” he
opined.

Another frequently heard complaint is
the lack of radio exposure. According to
Williams, WLIB is forced to sign off the air at
7:00 p.m. to that its signal won't conflict with
that of station WOWO in Indiana. “Ap-
parently,” complained Williams, “the FCC
feelsitis moreimportant for our community
to hear Indiana’s feed and grain prices."”

Still, the predominating mood is one of
optimism. Clive Chin is planning to open a
branch of his one-stop in Chicago. while
High Bowerman, who heads up the New
York operation of Joe Gibbs Records, said
the labe! will soon open a branch in Miami.

NO MORE WAVES? — In response to much publicized objections by three major record
pools to Columbia’s new limited servicing policy, the label's national promotion director,
Vince Pellegrino. is flying out from NYC to the west coast to meet with the heads of BADDA
and the Southern Callfornia Disco DJs Assn., Jon Randazzo and A.J. Miller, respectively.
By phone Pellegrino has already reassured the two, as well as For the Record’s Judy
Weinstein. that Columbia’s “monster hits will be serviced in toto to the pools. If we feel that
a particular piece of product has limited or marginal appeal, we will only send them limited
copies.” Vince went on to explain that one of the reasons Columbia instituted the new
policy was in response to other record pools’ complaints about being deluged with
product. He also says he is willing to service the pools with only one initial copy, per the
three major pools’ request. Of the new policy in general, Pellegrino
commented: “Record pools of the'80s are going to have to be more
involved in the feedback process, in communicating with labels.
Since we started our new policy, I've gotten more communication
from pool directors than | ever did before. | think they realize now
that communication is a must.” The IDRC pool in NYC has already
formed two feedback committees, each comprised of 10-15 mem-
bers. which alternately meet every week, to prepare reports for the
labels which service the pool.

Opry Attendance Declines

NASHVILLE — Perhaps the biggest news
that came from the Grand Ole Opry Birth-
day celebration which came to a close Oct.
14, was that the Country Music Assn.'s an-
nual awards show finished in the Top 10 of
the television Nielson ratings as one of the
most watched television programs during
that week in the nation.

However, while more people in America
were seeing country music on their TV sets,
fewer were seeing the convention live in
Nashville. While an estimated 17.1 million
people were enjoying country music in the
comforts of their living rooms, less than
3,000 were trudging through the week long
activities — over 25% less than 1978 when
more than 4,000 braved the event.

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FICAP Hosts Seminar, As Banquet

Pioneer Mervyn Conn Sets Pace
For Country Music Internationally

NASHVILLE — The international market is
a big frontier for country music and a lot of
people are now trying to board the
bandwagon in an attempt to capitalize on
this vast. untapped market. The man driv-
ing that bandwagon and the pioneer for ex-
posing country music internationally is
Mervyn Conn.
International Event

Conn and his organization, based in Lon-
don, have been the force responsible for
the Wembley Festival in England, now in its
eleventh year. The festival has proven itself
to be a major international eventfor country
music and a must for any artist wishing to
break into the British and European
markets.

This year Conn has expanded-and will be
putting on country music festivals in Ger-
many, Switzerland, France, Sweden and
Holland in addition to England as country
music reaches deeper into the European
marketplace. These international festivals
will cover a ten-day period from March 29-
April 7in 1980 with the festivals overlapping
in the six countries.

Expanded Format

The first festival will be in Frankfurt, Ger-
many for two days — a day longer than last
year's. The next festival will be in Zurich,
Switzerland, to be followed by a two day
festival in Paris, France, hosted by French
singing star Eddie Mitchell. The Paris
festival will be followed by the festival in
Wembley. England, a four day event this
year instead of three days. Overlapping the
Wembley festival will be festivals in Gothen-
burg, Sweden and Rotterdam, Holland.

In discussing the festivals, Conn was es-
pecially excited about the German event.
stating “I betieve Germany will become one
of the largest growth areas in country music
in the '80s.” He also stated that during the
past German festival. the audience was
surveyed and it was discovered that 60%
were native Germans — a surprise since
the American armed forces personnel ac-
counted for only 40%. Conn also noted that
these international festivals are the first
events to bring the music directly to the
citizens of those countries with previous
tours aimed primarily at the armed forces

installations and Americans living there.

Noting that television was the most im-
portant factor with the international
festivals. especially the first year, Conn an-
nounced that most of the festivals are being
filmed for TV viewing in each of the coun-
tries with Conn’s organization signing a five
year pact with the BBC to televise Wembley
for the next few years. This will result in
eight 45-minute specials to be shown dur-
ing prime time during the year following
Wembley.

With the Wembley Festival increased to
four days instead of the previous three,
Conn hopes to attract 48,000 for the event.

In Europe, since television is state owned
and controlled, there is generally only one
station so whatever is on television is
watched by the entire TV watching pop-
utace. This, of course, builds the festivals
for future years.

Concerning the effect these festivals
have on country music in America, Conn
stated, "Country music on these festivals is
a tremendous indirect export from the Un-
ited States in two ways. First, the artists are
getting paid and bringing back money, and,
secondly, the greatest export of all is the
music publishing and record royalties that
will be gained from artists’ exposure. | really
feel that some of the record companies and
some of the publishing companies are not
cognizant of the fact of this export which
may now run into several million dollars
with an international country music market.

Conn also noted the problem of record
sales versus personal appearances on the
international market saying. “The record
companies won't release a product until
there's a commitment.” He added that
‘because of the unigque creature of the
festivals, we can play a combination game.
putting on new artists with artists of the past
and established artists. If you're a huge star
in America, it may not mean two cents in
Europe — everyone starts out equal on the
festivals.” said Conn, noting the success of
artists such as George Hamilton V. Don
Williams, Billie Jo Spears and Bobby Bare
in the English market from festival ap-
pearances.

Conn discussed opening up new
markets for country music through his

NASHVILLE — This year's Opry Birthday
celebration boasted a registration of 425
disc jockeys, 98 more than lastyear’sfigure
of 327. The Federation of International
Country Air Personalities'(FICAP) annual
banquet (Oct. 12), plus the added incentive
of a FICAP hosted radio seminar (Oct. 9)
were instrumental elements in drawing
more DJs to this year’s celebration.

The seminar, which attracted in excess
of 250 DJs and interested participants,
marked the first time FICAP had hosted
something of this nature in conjunction with
the celebration week. Titled “Put The Per-
sonality Back Into Country Music Radio,”
the seminar panel was moderated by
Charlie Douglas of WWL Radio. Other
panel members included King Edward
Smith IV, WSLC and Pesident of FICAP;

Biff Collie. 1978 Country Music Disc Jockey
Hall of Fame inductee and Paul Kallinger,
XERF Radio.

Based on the success of this year’s
seminar, FICAP plans to host another
seminar next year.

Attendance at FICAP's fourth annual
banquet was more than double the atten-
dance of the seminar, with more than 600
DJs and executives attending the Friday
night affair. It should be noted that many of
the DJs attending the banquet did not
arrive in Nashville until Thursday or Friday
of the celebration week.

The highlight of the FICAP banquet was
the induction of three new members into
the Country Music Disc Jockey Hall of
Fame. Entering under the posthumous
category is “Tater” Pete Hunter, in his day a
primary personality in the Houston market.
Accepting the award was Hunter's widow,
Carla Dominguez, and country music
legend, Ernest Tubb.

Because of a tie, the living category
received two inductees this year, Paul
Kallinger of XERF Radio in Del Rio, Texas,
and Cliffie Stone, aformer of KFOX Radioin
Long Beach and presently an executive
with ATV.

Entertainment for the banquet was
provided by RCA artists Cliff Cochran,
Dave and Sugar and Tom T. Hall. And
because of their support of FICAP, Sonny

James, Tom T. Hall, Ronnie McDowell and
Waylon Jennings became honorary lifetime
members of the Federation.

The luncheon showcase on Wednesday
featured John Conlee, Big At Downing, and
Louis Mandress with R.C. Bannon. This was
followed with a panel discussion of
“Aspects of Putting Together a Major
Country Festival” with Bob Babisch of
Milwaukee Summer Festival; Mervyn Conn
of Mervyn Conn Productions, Neal Gunn of
HMC Management, and Glenn Reeves of
Jamboree USA.

Grandpa Jones Donates
Items To Hall of Fame

NASHVILLE — Grandpa Jones, star of TV's
"Hee Haw” and a 1978 electee to the Coun-
try Music Hall of Fame, recently donated to
the Country Music Foundation’s Library
and Media Center a large collection of per-
sonal records, photographs, scrapbooks,
songbooks, and other items that chronicle
his 50 years as a country music entertainer.

Many of the items related to Jones' stage
shows with his wife Ramona, who has en-
tertained with Grandpa for most of the past
four decades.

Among the many items donated by
Grandpa and Ramona were newspaper
and magazine clippings on the Jones'’s
shows; a "Grandpa Jones In Korea” scrap-
book, with a cover hand-painted by Korean
artists; dozes of photos of the "Hee Haw”
stars; recordings stemming back to
Grandpa's days with the King record label;
plus many printed programs of radio shows
and concerts, pamphlets and posters, and
other documents.

Grandpa, whose real name is Louis
Marshall Jones, began his career by winn-
ing a talent show in 1929 in Akron, Ohio. He
toured the east coast in the 1930s, joined
the army and served in Germany, then
returned to the states and joined the Grand
Ole Opry in 19486.

At his February, 1979 induction to the
Country Music Hall of Fame, Grandpa gave
the Hall of Fame the 1945 Vega banjo that
he has used throughout most of his
professional career.

videodisc. Since that time, he has
produced one side of a disc based on
Tomita’s recording of “The Planets” by
Holst at his newly-constructed video
production studio in Woodstock, N.Y. Film-
ing for the second side of the discis curren-
tly in pre-production, according to Eric
Gardner, Rundgren’'s manager, who said
that the finished disc would be used to
demonstrate the capabilities of the Selec-
taVision machine.

From the perspective of the recording
companies, the consumer video market is
not yet big enough for the labels to make
the large investment required to manufac-
ture software. “Only when economics at the
retail level become more realistic can we
allow for the introduction of some of our
materials,” said Chris Whorf, director of
creative services for Casablanca Record
and Filmworks.

Contract Restrictions

However, Eric Gardner insisted that
“prohibitive clauses in many artists’ con-
tracts have prevented a good number of
them from participating in outside audio-
visual projects.” As a result, he said, “RCA
and MCA have had their handstied interms
of approaching artists to make videodiscs
for them.” He suggested that until record
companies are ready to press their own
discs, labels should enter into agreements
with existing manufacturers of the
videodisc so that joint licensing arrange-
ments can be established.

Gardner also said that he would like to
see a new clause written into contracts now
that provide for budgets pertaining to the
audio and visual recording of future LPs.
“This would depend on the stature and
preparedness of the artist, of course, and it
won't be feasible until there is more
hardware in the market,” he said. “But the
framework and consciousness should at
least be raised now. It's time that the in-

dustry think of these things as a matter of
course rather than as an exception to the
rule.”

At least one factor that has hindered the
availability of music-oriented programming
for the home market is that a royalty agree-
ment does not exist between the American
Federation of Musicians and the recording
industry for performances that are
duplicated on video. Thatissue, however, is
now being addressed in negotiations that
convened last week between the two par-
ties.

Promotional Video

There is also some uncertainty among
record executives about the potential for
marketing existing promotional video
materials to the consumer. Most record
labels currently use their video footage on
recording artists for both in-store and
television advertising. Such clips can be
adapted to music, talk shows, and com-
mercials.

Arnold Levine, vice president of creative
services for CBS Records, feels that films
which are similar to those promotional
spots in content and approach can be suc-
cessful in the home video market. "“In each
case, we're out to convey the excitement
and energy of the artist,” he said. “Concep-
tually. we're inventing images for thefield in
the same way we would approach the
viewer at home.”

In contrast, Jeff Ayeroff, vice president of
creative services for A&M Records, argued
that promotional films, “are meant to be ex-
ploited within the industry, and it's a mis-
take to think that they should be packaged
for home use. They are an entity unto them-
selves.”

Nevertheless, a strong union is bound to
emerge between the record companies
and the home video market by the very
physical nature of the disc. For example.
the recent announcement that the CBS

After Best left The Beatles, he started his
own band, The Pete Best Combo, which
received a recording contract with Decca
Records on the strength of Best’s following
with his former group. According to Mersey
Beat, the now defunct fanzine which
chronicled the rise of The Beatles and other
bands on the Mersey side of Liverpool in
the early '60s, Best's following was sizeable
and called the drummer “moody and
magnificent.’

Moody And Magnificent

“The ‘moody and magnificent’ tag came
about because | was fairly quiet onstage,”
stated Best. “I waswrapped up in what I was
playing. There would often be a contest bet-
ween the girls in the audience to see who
could make me smile.”

Hundreds of Best's fans petitioned The
Beatles to re-instate him into the group but
to no avail. The band had already called in
Ringo Starr, nee Richard Starkey, from
another popular Mersey band, Rory Storm
and The Hurricanes, to replace Best. Many
of Best's female admirers rioted outside
The Cavern during The Beatle's first date
without Best, which is detailed in ‘Birth of
The Beatles'.

Unfortuantely, Best's fortunes took a
downswing after The Beatles. He broke up
the Combo shortly after they were turned
down for a tour of the U.S. and Canada and
Best left the entertainment business,
finding a job in a bakery. Disillusioned, Best
could not rid his mind of the treatment
given him by his former bandmates and
friends.

“Tothis day, | honestly believe thatis was
jealousy which led John, Paul and George
to have me dismissed,” said Bestin his soft-
spoken manner. Best's claim is not without
grounds, as Mersey Beat often noted that
Best would upstage the three with merely
his entrance onstage and the mystique
created by his quiet, brooding intensity
behind the drum kit.

“| often re-live both the good and the bad
times with the group because it's so in-
grained in my mind,” Best added. "When |

While Best even quit drumming for a
number of years, Clark's invitation to ap-
pear on his anniversary show re-kindled
Best's interest in music once again, subse-
quently leading to his role as technical ad-
visor on ‘Birth of The Beatles'.

Re-Creating The Cavern

The re-creation of the now-famous
Cavern in the movie owes much to Best's
own recollection of the venue in which The
Beatles first got their start.

“We re-built the club on a dock front in
London, since the real thing was destroyed
a few years ago,” said Best. “The set really
captured the underground atmosphere of
the club and included every detail, such as
the two-tiered stage and the multi-colored
squares in back of the riser. We wanted it to
be dark, dank and sweaty, just like the
original Cavern, and we got the exact feel of
the place, right down to the way in which the
shadows fell on the floor.”

When Best first met the actors who
played The Beatles in the film, he was
astounded by the similarity infacial expres-
sions and mannerisms between them and
the originals. He was also impressed by
their dedication to learning the roles.

“Mike (Ryan Michael) was watching me
closely all the time, trying to pick up any
new characteristics, said Best.

The soundtrack for the film was perfor-
med by Los Angeles-based group Rain,
which Clark described as “a little better
technologically then the originals.”

“We had to put errors in to make the
music sound totally authentic,” Clark ad-
ded. “It's a tribute to the musicians and
producers that they sound as good as they
do.”

For Best, the film presented a chance to
finally see his role in the Beatles accurately
portrayed and to add his own knowledge
and experience to the production.

“| deemed it a great honor to work on the
film and jumped at the chance to do it”
Best stated. “It will give people real insight
into what went on in The Beatles’ early
days.”

GENERAL MANAGER’S PROFILE Chuck Scruggs is general
manager of WDIA in Memphis. A veteran broadcaster, Scruggs
has been in the business almost 30 years. Scruggs says, “| became
the 'sidekick’ of Ted Bryant, who was the first black announcer in
Chatanooga, Tenn. He frequently would give me copy to read cold
on the air, and when | messed-up a bit he would tease me about it.
Because of this, | started coming into the station early, and reading
allthe copy, sofwouldn'tgetembarrassed, and | don’t think he ever
found out.” Scruggs first job was at a country station that was day-
parted to feature black music certain times of the day. He spent a
short while at the station that is now WNOO in Chatanooga, left
there to attend Tennessee State University, and got a position with the station that is now
WVOL in Nashville. After completing college, Scruggs went to Cincinnati where he worked
with other veterans in the business, Eddie Castleberry, Jack Gibson and Larry Dean. He
stayed at WCIN for 9 years, where he had his first stint as program director. Deciding he
wanted to move west, he got a job at KSAN in San Francisco, where he was promoted into
the programmer’s slot. He was hired by the Sonderling Corporation, and spent 10 years at
KDIA in Oakland, where he moved from program director to operations manager. Under
his leadership, WDIA held the number one spot as a radio station for several years, and
now is stillin the top five ranks with the general market and news station beside him. WDIA
has won several station awards, along with its morning man A.C. Williams who has been
the top rated morning person in the area for several years. Scruggs closes by saying, "l feel
very good about my experience in the broadcast industry. | just hope that some of my ac-
tivities and my longevity in the business will be an inspiration to some younger person who
may be thinking about getting in this field. And also for young people to know that there are
several doors open to him, and his career does not have to end on the air.”
PROGRAMMERS COMMENT TAPING LPs FROM RADIO — Recently, consumers taping
albums from radio stations who play the whole album over the air with no commercial in-
terruption has been getting a great deal of attention from the record industry, who feel that
this practice is cutting into album sales. Speaking to a few key programmers on the sub-
ject, this is the feedback we received:

Keith Adams, national program director for Broadcast Enterprise Network, says “| started
having features where | would play the entire album late at night as a consumer service
when | was programming KDIA in Oakland. And even though we feature an LP in its en-
tirety, | doubt whether this will actually cut into the actual sales of the album. If anything, |
feel that it will enhance sales because we only feature an album once to allow the consumer
to review the music, and make a decision about buying it. Playing the entire LP is actually
an excellent programming tool because it gives the announcer something positive to talk-
up during the day. And that recycles your audience during the evening hours. Because the
stations in our chain are mainty AM’s, italso allows the audience to perceive the station as a
music station, of which they usually are not.”

James Alexander, program director at WBMX in Chicago, who also plays albums in their
entirety says, “Though we never promote the taping of albums from the radio, we do play
the album without commercial interruption as a service to our audience. | think thatif a per-
son is going to buy an album, he is going to buy it if he has the money. | think that records
sales are down because people have to make decisions on whether to buy a loaf of bread
or an album, so the album loses.”

J. J. Jefferies, program director at KSOL in San Francisco, who is against playing entire
albums at one time says, “I think that because nobody will like every cut on an LP is, in fact,
atune-out factor, and | don'tdo it. It deters from programming, and it is certainly unethical
for people to tape music from the radio because it's the same as pirating music.”

Jim Maddox, vice president of the Amaturo Group says, “Since nobody can listen to the
radio and stereo at the same time, if a radio station allows someone to tape albums from
the station, it can actually work against the station, because once the person has their
favorite song on tape, they are listening to the tape, and not to the radio. Playing the entire
LP can also be a tune-out factor, and we don't choose to run the risk of playing cuts that
may be fillers, so we mainly ‘cherry pick’ three or four cuts to play.” cookie amerson

consumers are apparently willing to pay the
extra money.”

Since Sachs hears comparatively little
difference between well-produced analog
and digital master tapes, he sees the real
revolution occurring with the advent of
home digital playback equipment. “No
matter how good a quality pressing you
have — even the kind of pressings the
audiophile labels are getting — it's child's
play in terms of quality compared to what
digital home playback will be. Provided you
have good equipment, it will be just like
listening to the master tape. And it is in-
credible when you hear the master tape.”

Angel producer Patti Laursen, who will
soon be doing some digital recording, says
“I'm looking forward to it enormously,
because | find it a creative chalienge.”Due
to the “incredible clarity” and “enormous
dynamic range” of digital, states Laurson,
“my ears have been kind of tuned all of a
sudden to digital possibilities. In analog
recording, things haven't been too clean,
especially in the top end. It's absolutely
amazing to listen to certain analog
recordings and think of what could have
happened if it had been done digitaliy.”

Atthe same time, however, Laursen feels
that a producer mustapproach digital on its
own terms. ‘“I've heard some digital
recordings which show an awareness of the
medium’s creative potential,” she says,
“and others that sound just like an emula-
tion of analog recording.”

Laursen won't say that digital recordings
necessarily sound better than analog LPs.
“Let's just say the potential is there.” She

,adds that, though she has yet to try her

hand at the new technology, she is already
thinking in terms of how the digital sound
will be affected by venues, the placement of
microphones, and other traditional produc-
tion considerations.

Laursen also points out that, even with
the increased dynamic range, such factors
as groove width and playing time per side
will continue to affect the dynamic
capabilities of a digitally recorded disc.
“For the time being, that's going to be a bit
of a limitation.”

Under
the direction of president Doug Morris, the
Atco and Custom labels arm of Atlantic has
done a great job on artists such as
Blackfoot, Gary Numan, Bad Company and
Dave Edmunds (on Swan Song Records)
and Peter Tosh (on Rolling Stones
Records). Meanwhile, President Henry
Allen’s Cotillion label can look with pride to
the breakout successes of Mass Produc-
tion, the ABC Band, and the continuing
smash success of Sister Sledge. We con-
gratulate the entire Atlantic family for their
individual roles in our banner sales year.”

No Shortage Of Paper, Vinyl
Expected For Rest Of Year

In addition, Biock noted. even if the price
of bleach board (the raw material for album
jackets) continues to escalate, the available
supplies are adequate. “If you are a credit
worthy buyer of bleach board, you can get
it." Block concluded. “We don't forsee any
problems with obtaining enough supplies.”

This assessment of the bleach board
situation was echoed by Murray Fisher cof
Shorewood Packaging, another of the top
four jacket manufacturers. “Basically it's a
seller's market with the paper,” Fisher said.
“If you are willing to pay the current market
value, you canobtain a more than adequate
supply.”

High Petroleum Prices

A different situation exists in the supply
of vinyl resins, which are used to make the
PVC and polystyrene compounds used in
the manufacturing of albums and singles.
Because they are petroleum derivatives,
vinyl resins are subject to the capricious
cost/supply problems of international
energy politics.

While vinyl resins for the record industry
account for only 3% of the six billion pounds
processed annually inthe U. S. the industry
is still subject to problems of supply when
crude oil is scarce — as itdiscovered in the
oil crisis of 1974.

Nevertheless, Guy Disch, director of
marketing/polymers for Tenneco, Inc.. one
of the largest suppliers of the vinyl com-
pounds, maintained that “we've gotten
what we need, but there is certainly not an
overabundance.”

Hank Lenahan, president of Lenahan
Plastics, another vinyl compounds sup-
plier, agreed with Disch. adding that “up
until now, the supply of raw materials has
been good, but money is tight, as is credit.’

Lenahan went on to say that shortages
are not likely since the demand has fallen
off. Referring to the sales slump that hit the
record industry earlier in the year, Lenahan
said, “We've definitely seen an upswing in
the demand for viny! (since earlier in the
year), but it's nothing like it should be. De-
mand has fallen off drastically for this time
of year.

“"We can't realistically use 1978 as a
barometer for sales in the industry because
of the retail boom,” Lenhan continued.
“Even so, vinyl demand is substantialty
down. We knew that things had to slow
down, but at one point, it all came to a
screeching halt.’

However. one thing that hasn't halted is
the upward escalation of prices for
petroleum. “We're dealing with an energy-
related product,” explained Howard Hill,
president of the Keysor Corp., yet another
vinyl compounds supplier, *'so you can ex-
pect to see increases in response to the
cost of energy.

“Certainly through the first of the year we
don't expect to see any increases in the
costs of resins,” Hill added. "but we haveno
way of projecting how fast or even when the
increases will come.”

Lenahan agreed with Hill's assessment,
but added, “We hav~n't seen the last of the
price increases, that's for sure, and when
the next increase in resin prices comes,
then of course you'll see an increase in the
costs of vinyl compounds.”

No Pressing Problems

While generally forced to cope with price
increases of about 20% for vinyl com-
pounds since May, record pressers do not
anticipate any problems in obtaining the
materials this year.

Pat Anderson, plant manager for Capitol
Records’ pressing plant, and Dwight Doerr,
manufacturing manager for the Columbia
Records pressing plant, agreed that shor-
tages of vinyl compounds weren't too likely
for the hcliday season.

“We haven't had any problems obtaining

vinyls so far this year,” Anderson ex-
plained. “and we don’t anticipate any for the
rest of the year. There doesn’t appear to be
any problem with shortages of materials.
but we do expect the price to go up again.

‘As soon as you can send us the order,
we're ready to go,” Anderson concluded.

Joe Talbot, president of Precision
Record Pressing of Nashville, also noted
the current availability of vinyl compounds.
“So far. we haven’t suffered any shortages
of vital materials,” Talbot maintained. “The
two biggest problems we face here are
finding enough people to work and the in-
creases in the costs of utilities. paper
goods. vinyl and other general operating
costs. Trying to keep up is like treading
water and all you can do is keep your nose
holes clean.

“We've had the biggest year we've ever
had at both our singles plant, United
Records Pressing, and Precision. For
about 14 months we've been running our
plants around the clock, six to seven days a
week. We may be an exception rather than
the rule in the industry right now.”

Representatives of the Electrosound
group, which includes Monarch Records of
Sun Valley, Calif.. Goldisc Recordings of
Holbrook, N.Y. and Allentown Records of
Allentown, Pa., also felt that supplies were
adequate at this time. However, Harvey
Solomon, general manager of the Allen-
town plant, added,“We passed off the in-
creases of raw materials prices to our ac-
counts, which has probably hurt us and lost
us some business.’

Record Labels Organized

Still, Goldisc general manager Jim rin-
nigan did note that increased costs and
other factors have caused the record com-
panies to take the positive step of better
planning regarding record pressing. "l
think most of the record companiesare giv-
ing us a better organized schedule thisyear
for relase dates, allowing us ample time to
press product, and advanced delivery
dates. Due to better organization on the
part of the labels. things are running a lot
smoother.”

Such increased organization was also
noted by Hugh Landy. president of New
York's PRC Recording Co. “There's been a
substantial decline in initial orders,” Landy
stated, “but | don't think it's attributable to
vinyl costs. More likely, the initial orders are
down because of the returns problem,
something we could call ‘uncertainty in the
marketplace.’ | don't see the labels ever go-
¥ng back to their old ordering patterns if
they hold to these new 20% returns
polidies.”

RADIO SWINGS! — The reason for the exclamation pointstomsfrom the factthat National
Public Radio Network's series of live performances uses it. It's called “Jazz Alive!” and it is
very much so. NPR covers the country with live jazz every week, making it the only regutarly
scheduled network jazz program in the country. The NPR shows are usually taped atclubs,
concert halls and festivals around the world. It would not surprise us if one day producer
TIm Owens brings his tape machinery into someone’s living room on New Year’s Eve and
sets up a jam session of his own. He almost did that last year when NPR aired an un-
precedented 18 hours of music from San Francisco's Keystone Corner and New York's
Village Vanguard. Other NPR stations are as far-flung as Katzebue, Alaska (KOTZ-AM)
and Killeen, Texas (KNCT-FM). Hawaii has not yet saluted itself with an NPR station. Thus
far this season “Jazz Alive!” has featured Mel Torme with the Gerry Mulllgan Band, Max
Roach and Archle Shepp, Buddy Tate, Zoot Sims, Bobby Rosengarden, Dick Wellstood
and more. Coming up on the program are Stan Getz, Elvin Jones, Gil Evans, Mongo
Santamarla, the Cuban group Irakere, a tribute to Count Basle and a special birthday
salute to itself featuring “Jazz Alive!" host Billy Taylor playing with small ensemble and
large band. The celebration will be at Joseph Papp’s Public Theatre and will feature tenor
saxophonist Dexter Gordon and singer Johnny Hartman as soloists.

GROVER JOINS 76ERS — Elektra recording artist Grover Washington, Jr., played for the
Philadelphia 76ers basketball team last season . . . played his saxophones, that is. Grover
performed an “Oh, say can you see” bit for all the 76ers’ home games with an impressive
record of 11-1. He'll be on hand to do itagain this year. Washington is also speaking on jazz
improvisation at the University of Pittsburgh. His production company, G-Man Produc-
tions, is looking for its first group for a spring studio session . . . Catalan pianist Tete Mon-
tollu made a special, invitation-only appearance at the Spanish Institute. The small
audience stood and cheered for the blind performer, who rarely gets out of his native
Spanish habitat. He'd been on the west coast when someone at the Institute suggested this
mini-concert. Village Gate owner Art D'Lugoff, the first to present Montoliu to the U.S. for
more than a decade, lamented his belated knowledge of Tete's N.Y. appearance. “I would
have loved to have him even for just one night,” D’Lugoff said . . . The Oliver Lake Band
recently debuted at New York's Public Theatre. This contemporary music ensemble con-
sists of 20 jazz artists, many of them leaders in their own right. Included in the group are
Chlco Freeman, reeds; Glu Dara and Charles Sulllvan, trumpets; John Clark, French
horn, and Billy Hart, drums. Itis only fitting that Joseph Papp's arena should continue to be
the showcase for bands like this. Coordinator Andy Plesser also deserves much plaudits
for his efforts in bringing the music to the larger audience it deserves . . . The Songwriters
Hall of Fame at One Times Square has added to its already burgeoning collection of
memorabilia. This time it's a 238-cassette collection called “A Broadway Songbook,” with
material by the likes of Euble Blake, Fats Waller and Duke Ellington.

“The record companies have been very
flexible,” added Dulberger, “and this
program especially was presented in a
human, legible sort of way as opposed to
the Polygram announcement, which con-
fused small accounts and left a bleak and
depressing after-effect.”

A similar view was expressed by Joe
Bressi, vice president of marketing and
purchasing for the Cleveland-based Stark-
Camelot chain. “It appears to be the most
liberal of the recent returns poticy
announcements. By not including major
defectives and new artists, there seems to
be some protection for the retailers.”

“Therest of themajors almost have to fall
in line,” Bressi continued. “When January
comes and the racks start pulling inventory
from their accounts, if they are only restric-
ted in their returns by one of two labels, the
other labels would suffer.

Representatives of rack jobbing opera-
tions took a less positive view. Harold
Okinow, president of Lieberman Enter-
prises, said, "Whatif Congress got together
nextweek and passed a bill that said, ‘Next
year, inflation will be limited to eight per
cent.’ How realistic would that be? The way
these policy changes seem to be working is
that they begin with a policy on paper. Then
after they listen to all the objections that
they didn't take into consideration the first
time, they arrive at a realistic policy.”

Steve Marmaduke, vice president of
purchasing for the Amarillo-based Western
Merchandisers, said,” The thing | object to
most is that they're basing their returns
policy on asingle month. Whatif you have a
weak month, and you have to come with
your heavy returns three months later, and
the productthey have thenisn't thatstrong?
I think this policy is structured for when they
are strong. Otherwise, | can see the pipeline
getting clogged. My other objection is the
various percentages at which various
product can be returned. At this point our
returns systems does not differentiate bet-
ween guaranteed and non-guaranteed
product. This is going to force everyone to
computerize.

“Finally, | think that racks do need to
have a higher returns ceiling than retailers
to account for the situations when you have
to ship blind.”

what an act is or what its music is about.

In order to avoid problems arising from a
lack of communication, he adds that itisim-
portant for members of the various depart-
ments involved in the release of a record to
synchronize their activities. At Capitol, this
is accomplished through weekly marketing
meetings involving all departments at the
label, including sales, promotion, advertis-
ing. publicity and, of course, A&R.

Artist-Turned-Executive

Colomby, an artist-producer turned
record company executive, also stresses
the need to keep the lines of communica-
tions open between the act and its manage-
ment and the label. He says it is the respon-
sibility of the A&R staff to make the artist
award of how his ability to finish a project on
time affects not only his career, but the en-
tire company as well.

"“The artist must understand that the
problems confronting his career, such as
when an album is released. can affect the
overall profits of the record company,” ac-
cording to Colomby.

“The artist of the 1980s is not the artist of
the '50s and early '60s, when there was a
lack of interest beyond their own music,”
continues Colomby, who was a founding
member of Blood, Sweat & Tears. “Today
you have an artist who wants to know the
hourly rate of a studio, the net profit on his
tour and the billing assignments for his
record.

From the standpoint of roster size,
Colomby feels that Capitol is right on target
with its current stable of approximately 80
acts. “One of the most intelligent aspects of
the Capitol Records is that it has assumed
a posture of not going overboard on sign-
ings,” he says. “They don't sign acts out of
paranoia because another record company
might sign them. They've been able to
maintain a very balanced artist roster, and
yet the door is not closed to new talent.”

In an era of industrywide belt-tightening
and close budgetary scrutiny, Colomby
reiterates the importance of developing
release patterns that are designed to es-
tablish new talent. "Obviously, it is very dif-
ficult nowadays to break anew band. That's
why the release schedule is so important.

“Youcan'tgive promotion many new acts
to work simultaneously, because the public
is unaware that they even exist. Therefore,
itis up toustointroduce these new artists in
a sensible manner.’

BUENOS AIRES — Jeffrey S. Krueger of
the UK's Bulldog Records announced that
several agreements had been finalized dur-
ing his recent visit to Latin America with
Leslie Lewis, the label's international head.
Krueger revealed that the licensing agree-
ment between his Ember label and the
Buenos Aires-based Sicamericana
Records has been renewed, and that a deal
had been concluded for the EMI associate
here to handie Bulldog product. Krueger
also met with local impresarios regarding
the visit of USA artists to this country in the
future.

Luiz Vicente Boaventura, assistantto the
EMI regional office in Sao Paulo, Brasil,
visited Buenos Aires and afterwards jetted
to Chile for talks regarding the release of
certain albums in both markets. The office
is directed by Hans Beugger and among
the projects discussed was the new LP by
Brazilian star Jose Augusto recorded in
Spanish and Portuguese. Two of the tracks
of the Spanish version were recorded in
Buenos Aires.

August was not a good month for the
Argentinian record industry. and as the
September figures are rolling out, it seems
that there is reason for some cautious con-
cern. Compared with the July figures,
singles were down 21%, albums down 1%
and tapes 15% lower. However, compared
with August, 1978, the picture is brighter:
singles were up 17%, albums 2% up and
tapes up a whopping 112%. Extended Play
records are disappearing: 82% less sales
than a year ago. Among the reasons for the
August slump, it is worth mentioning the
lack of strong singles or albums, which
have accounted. this year, for between 25%
and 30% of sales. Catalog action has been
very low for months.

Phonogram is once again at the top with
‘Hot Stuff,” the Donna Summer single that
is also roaring through the radio stations.
The singer’s album, “Bad Girls,” appears to
be the hottest item for the oncoming weeks.
RCA has been obtaining strong promotion
through the TV airing of several special
programs taped by ABBA in Australia,
Japan and other countries. The new ABBA
LP is being readied. and the new single in
Spanish is being also launched with strong
hopes.

Microfon hosted a party at the Cafe Tor-
toni to celebrate the release of the "Story of
Folk Music" package, with five albums and
a book written by Amancio Varela. The
book contains reliable information
regarding musicians, composers and
tunes, and the recordings (by the most im-
portant names in the Microfon cast) cover
the different forms of folk music.

Mail sales are reappearing in this
market. although easy payment terms are
still unavailable due to losses and inflation.
CBS has been enjoying big success with

several packages that mav be ordered
through the mail. The company also offers
the possibility of obtaining the packages at
two different addresses in 3uenos Aires.
The most interesting point is that 95% of the
buyers send the check directly, taking ad-
vantage of an offer reducing the expenses
to pay. From the financial point of view. the
risk is lower than selling to dealers.

Brasil

RIO DE JANEIRO — The fuel crisis has not
been solved yet for the record industry,
although the government has been allow-
ing the pressing factories tc overdraw on
their current quotas. Since tye increase in
production has been around 10% annually,
the government-imposed 1J% reduction
on 1978 levels has meant that there is about
a 20% fuel shortage overall, and the effect
will be noticed at the end of the year. The
new Economic Minister has suggested that
in 1980 there will be no problem with fuel
imports if an export target is reached, but
there is still a feeling of uneasiness and
many factories have cut back on custom
pressing except for long-time customers.
The opening of new factories by Fermata
and CBS have made things a bit easier for
these companies, but the tong range solu-
tion is still far away. T he conversion to coal,
suggested by some. would cost millions of
dollars and would require entirely new
technology. according to some experts.

Two new song festivals are being readied
by the Globo and Tupi TV networks. Both
are aimed at new composers and will
feature several programs with the winning
artists. Although the industry feels
enthusiastic about promotion, these
festivals would make the record companies
even more dependent, in asense,on TV. A
couple of months ago, TV sent several dis-
cotheques into bankruptcy by finishing its
soap opera ‘“‘Dancin’ Days,” which
promoted discos, and starting “Pai Heroi’
which promoted “gafieira” music, a local
genre. Now the TV audience is focused at
“Os Gigantes,” while TV Bandeirantes, the
third network in force (but growing) has
decided to end “Cara a cara.”

EMI has re-released a double LP with 30
recordings by Joao Gilberto, the famed ar-
tist who started the bossa nova movement
in the '50s. There is also anew LP by chan-
teuse Simone,who is becoming a top star.
and another one by vet artist Tim Maia.

At Polygram, the hottest waxing these
days is the album cut in Brasil by Sergio En-
drigo, an ltalian artist who is very popular in
Europe and Latin America. Endrigo. as it
happens in this market, had the coopera-
tion of local voices, among them nobody
less than Chico Buarque. The tune is titled
“Rosa" and has been receiving strong air-
play in Rio de Janeiro.

tronics, hotels, theaters and restaurants.

Due primarily to problems in its music
and medical electronics operations, EMI
Ltd. suffered significant financial reverses
during the 78-79 fiscal year. In the music
division alone. a 22% drop in sales over the
final six months of the fiscal year led to
losses totalling $31.8 million. The medical
electronics division has also suffered
significantly. losing approximately $56
million during the past two years.

In July, after the conclusion of the 78-79
fiscal year, EMI Ltd. and Paramount Pic-
tures announced plans to merge their
music operations in an internationa! joint
effort. The merger. which would have seen
Paramount purchasing half of EMI's music
operations for approximately $154 million.
was dropped last month when the parties
apparently couldn’t agree to terms.

‘Independence’

The tfailure of the merger and the losses
sustained during the 78-79 fiscal year have
led to speculation in recent weeks
regarding the ultimate future of EMI Ltd.
However, Lord Delfont, EMI chief executive
officer, has been quoted by the Wall Street
Journal as saying that “every company
wants to be independent and EMI is no ex-
ception.

Thorn Corporate Plans

Founded in 1928 as the Electric Lamp
Services Co., Thorn officials have indicated
that the acquisition of EMI Ltd. would fitinto
their overall corporate plans for the future.
