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As the leaves start to turn into various shades of
fall colors and the Christmas season nears, it is
traditional for manufacturers to unleash their latest
packages of “greatest hits” albums on the buying
public. And while these records mean profits to both
the retailers and labels, why is there only concern for
this type of album during the holiday season?

Greatest hits can mean greatest profits if
properly merchandised — all year round. We
propose a year-round section for the “greatest hits”
and “best of” series, to not only attract attention to
the latest additions, but also to renew interest in
older product. This concept has particular
significance for the racked account, which caters to
the greatest hits-type buyer, although it is sound
business for all retailers to merchandise such
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ED'TOR'AL Year-Round ‘Greatest Hits’

records in this manner.

While itis true that the bulk of the “best of " albums
are released in late summer and fall for the gift
buyers, the timelessness of the albums make for
natural merchandising continuously. While
categorizing the jazz from rock from the ethnic from
the classical, take the time to set up a separate, but
visible area for the greatest hits.

Both manufacturers and retailers are continually
concerned with the latest LPs, and tend to forget the
big profits in the older catalog items. While the
success of “oldies” formats on radio have proven
the listening audience, it is now time for the retailing
community to take advantage of this consumer at-
titude in a merchandising, selling and profitable
manner.

Labels Prepare
Greatist Hits LPs
For Holiday Sales

LOS ANGELES — At least 25 greatest hits
collections by many of today's top
recording artists have been or will be
released in time for this year’s coming holi-
day sales season. Featuringsuch names as
Donna Summer, the Bee Gees, Rod
Stewart, ELO and ABBA, the greatest hits
packages span a full range from rock to
disco to country to jazz.

Leading the WEA greatest hits releases
for the holidays are the just-released “Rod
Stewart's Greatest Hlts” on Warner Bros.;
the recent “Best Of Eddie Rabbit” on
Elektra/Asylum; and “The Best Of England
Dan & John Ford Coley.” “ABBA’'s Greatest
Hits, Vol. 2" and the “Best Of Chic” on
Atlantic, all due out by the end of Novem-
ber. In addition, Atlantic will offer an “Emer-

Home Video, Despite Recent Setbacks,
Gets Music Business Support At ITA Meet

NEW YORK — Although the home video in-
dustry nas suffered through a disap-
pointing sales year and is still plaguec by a
myriad of equipment, marketing and dis-
tribution uncertainties, several prominent
spokesmen for the music industry,
representing CBS Records, Warner Com-
munications Inc. and Pickwick Inter-
national. reaffirmed their faith in the future
of the video market at the International
Tape Association's Home Video Program-
ming Seminar, held here last week.

“This is our future,” dectared Jo
Bergman, director of TV and video for War-
ner Bros. Records. She wentonto state that
Warners “has taken the firstbaby stepsinto
that future” with the formation of its video
division and its interaction with Warner
Cable and Warner Home Video.

Music Video

Stephen Reed, didrector of business
development for CBS Records, noted that
his company recently announced the for-
mation of its video-oriented New Ventures
division, and declared that “all signs in-
dicate an enormous market for music video
within the next five to ten years.”

According to CBS research, Reed said,
“the most important programming area for

home video will be records with visual ac-
companiment. in five to ten years, ac-
cording to our estimates,” Reed continued,
“one out of every two videodiscs purchased
will be music-related.”

In another majcr show of support for
home video, James Lara, vice president of
consumer marketing for Pickwick Inter-
national told the ITA audience that “video is
the next major entertainment mediaforus.”

Lara said that Pickwick's recently in-
troduced VideoWorks program would in-
itiate the merchandising of video software
next year in several test markets. including
San Diego, Los Angeles and Minneapolis.
He described Pickwick's expansion into
video as one that would be “controlled and
responsible,” but he added that Pickwick,
the record industry’s largest retailer and
rack jobber, is “very enthusiastic about the
potential of home video.”

Legal Problems

However, both Bergman and Reed
agreed that unresolved legal questions
represent a major stumbling block to the
music industry's involvement in home
video. At present, for instance, there is no
standard copyright or royalty agreements
set for video products, nor is there a stan-
dard agreement with the various musicians’
unions.

Battle Lines Are Drawn At
New York NARM Regional

NEW YORK — The largest of NARM'’s
regional meetings this year attracted more
than 26C New York area retailers, rack job-
bers, orne-stop operators and manufac-
turer representatives to the Sheraton Cen-
ter Hotel here last week. Although not much
was discussed that pertained specifically to
the New York market, battle lines were
clearly drawn between dealers and record
companies over such issues as cutbacks in
coop advertising and delays in obtaining
return authorizations.

NARM president Barrie Bergman set the
tone of the meeting by noting in his opening
remarks that “the tenuous relationship bet-
ween dealers and manufacturers has
eroded to outright hostility” in some cases.
Among the reasons cited by Bergman for
this state of affairs were the institution of
return ceilings, the coop ad cutbacks and
the ever-slimmer margins of record
retailers.

Following a NARM film on creative
merchandising, Herb Goldfarb, director of

national accounts for Record Shack.
chaired a merchandisers panel. The dis-
cussion quickly warmed up when Roy Im-
ber. president of Elroy Enterprises, ad-
vocated spreading out coop ad money over
the whole year, instead of supplyingitto ac-
counts in “brief, heavy spurts,” especially in
the fourth quarter. He added that retailers
need more catalog and adult-oriented ad-
vertising, as well as institutional ads by
record companies to “‘create demand.”
Herb Dorfman, vice president of sales for
Bee Gee Records & Tapes, seconded Im-
ber's plea for more coop ads. Noting that
there was an “adversary relationship im-
plied” with the manufacturers, Dorfman
stated that reduced ad budgets have
worked against the efforts of racks and
retailers to boost record sales. He also
claimed that labels show favoritism to ma-
jor retail accounts in coop ad disburse-
ments. neglecting the smaller racks and
retailers.
This analysis was carried a step further
by Ai Franklin, president of Al Franklin's
(continued on page 43)

“The unanswered legal questions are a
major impediment to our progress in the
video field,” Reed said. "It has to be con-
sidered a top priority for the industry as a
whole to come to an agreement on these
issues.’

The music industry also has to strive to
develop “the style and content of home
music video,” according to Bergman, "“to

U.S. Labels React
To Growth Of U.K.

45s Domestically

LOS ANGELES — Bolstered by the current
Top 5 success of M's “Pop Muzik” on the
Sire label, record companies are quickly
responding to the growing popularity of the
current British music here by either buying
single masters outright and later following
up with an album, as in the case of “Pop
Muzik,” or signing British artists to exten-
sive album deals, in the hopes that the
market for British pop and new wave will
continue to swell.

Within recent months, there has been a
steady influx of top-charting British singles
into the U.S., as the tastes of radio
programmers and record buyers here
become more diverse, and the domestic
market is slowly but surely opening up to
such relatively new musical genres as new
wave and British pop.

Most label executives concur that radio,
has been the pivotal element in spreading
the popularity of British new wave, which,
oddly enough, was the bane of the
American airwaves until recently.

“Radio is wide open now,” said Marshall
Blonstein, president of Island Records,
which has released Buggles' “Video Killed
The Radio Star,” a #1 English pop hit.
“Programmers are more willing to experi-
ment now, as opposed to two years ago,
when this sort of music never would have

happened.

NARM Regionals Draw 3300;
Retailers Ask Hard Questions

PHILADELPHIA — As NARM held the
second-to-last of its 1979 regional
meetings at the Fairmont Hotel here, NARM
executive vice president Joe Cohen reflec-
ted on the tremendous success these
meetings have enjoyed in the two years
since the first regional was held in
Philadelphia.

This year's 22 regionals, said Cohen,
were attended by 3300 people, in com-
parison with an attendance of 1800 at last
year's 18 regional meetings. Approximately
2700 of this year's attendees had never at-
tended a NARM convention, and 2400 were

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N.Y. Programmers React
Well To Arbitron Proposal

NEW YORK — A proposal set forth by Ar-
bitron Radio earlier this month that would
introduce the company's extended
measurement system to stations in the New
York market would be favorably received
by most program directors here, according
to a Cash Box survey.

Most broadcasters view the concept,
which would extend the standard rating
period from four to 12 weeks, as a positive
step that would present advertisers with a
more accurate picture of whatis happening
in the market. Others noted that a longer
sample period would reduce hyping in the
form of promotions or special program-
ming that accompanies most rating
periods, and would consequently promote
more consistent programming year-round.
A majority of stations, representing at least
50% of Arbitron’s revenue in the market,
must say they want the system before Ar-
bitron adopts it in this market.

The program, which Arbitron represen-
tatives are presenting to their clients in New

T.K. To Undergo
Restructuring Plan

LOS ANGELES — T.K. Productions is
currently in the process of restructuring its
internal operations, according to T.K.

York and will offer to stations in the Los
Angeles and Chicago markets shortly,
would combine three monthly reports that
are weighted to the particular market.
Rupert Ridgeway, vice president of radio
sales development for Arbitron, said the
concept attempts to minimize the
significance of such seasonal events as
snowstorms or school vacations and has
already been instituted in the New Orleans,
Seattle, and Indianapolis markets. He
predicted that by 1982, the entire country
will employ extended measurement.

One of the features of extended
measurement would be to provide stations
with a monthly “programmer’s guide” that
would be delivered approximately three
weeks after each survey is completed.
Ridgeway explained that these guides
would include "top line” numbers only and
that a quarterly report would provide
demographic information. The quarterly
report would be released approximately 28
days after each survey is done.

In addition, Arbitron is offering a "rolling
average report” based on surveys done
over a 24 or 36 week period, depending on
the preference of the broadcaster, that
Ridgeway contended could be used as a
good selling tool for individual stations.

They can also be ordered
from Rounder Records in Cambridge,
Massachusetts and its sub-distributors
across the country.

“The necessity of doing business in
America on these terms should be fairly ob-
vious by now,” asserted Barry Taylor,
general manager of U.S. Stiff. “The system
has been proven in England, and, being a
small fabel in a cost-conscious market
here, we are left with no alternative at this
time.” Taylor added that retailers will notbe
encouraged to order in large gquantities.

One of the latest bands to emerge from
the increasingly vital L.A. scene, Portrait
recording group 20/20 stands ready to
make its mark on the music industry. A
product of the same new wave/rock circuit
that has already produced The Knack and
The Motels, 20/20 faces the future with con-
fidence.

“It may sound a bit pretentious,” says
bassist Ron Flynt, “but we are the future of
music, us and a lot of other bands, like us.
We're doing what's new and what's hap-
pening.”

Enough people apparently share that
opinion, as the group’s self-titled debut LP
is now bulleting at #143 on the Cash Box
Top 200 albums chart after only two weeks.

Typically Los Angeles in that none of the
band members are native Californians,
20/20 is composed of guitarist Steve Allen
and Flynt from Tulsa, Okla., keyboardisi
Chris Silagyi of New York and drummer
Joel Turrisi, who hails from the smallest
town in Rhode Island.

The seed of 20/20 was planted in Tulsa
during the '60s, when Allen and Flynt start-
ed playing in bands in their pre-high school
days, playing mainly in Top 40 cover bands.
“We played all the teen deals, ‘Gloria’ and
‘Louie, Louie,” and during the college years,
whatever the frats would buy,” Allen recalls.
“in Oklahoma, it's not like you're a band
playing your own original material. You're
just a musician who plays at a club, so we
paid a lot of dues doing that.”

Allen came west to Los Angeles in 1977,
where he met Mike Gallo, a drummer who
was atso a songwriter. Six months later,
Flynt also came west, and 20/20 was born.
As a trio, the band played the L.A. un-
derground circuit and recorded a single for
the Bomp label in early 1978.

Following the moderate success of the
single, the band members decided to ex-
pand on the trio format, and Silagyi was in-
vited to join in early 1979. Soon after, the
band signed with Portrait.

“When we started, it was a weird period
and we were-relying on a lot of our '60s in-
fluences,” Allen explains. “But we kept
moving on and writing new songs. We
realize it's going to be the '80s, and we want
to have new sounds. It has to keep evolv-
ing.”

The band continues to evolve. After the
album was recorded for Portrait, Gallo
struck out on his own, leaving to start his
own band. Turrisi, a versatile drummer and
songwriter, then came on as his replace-
ment.

“We are already a distinctive band,” Flynt
adds. “Everyonein the band can write. How
many bands are there now that have more
than one singer and more than writer? |
think this really shows in our music.”

The bandis now on its firsttour outside of
the L.A. area, opening six dates for The
Ramones throughout California. There are
plans for further touring before February,
when the band will go back to the studio to
record their second album.

“I hope we give people a sense of going
somewhere,” Flynt summarizes. “We do
what we do now, and when we go on to the
next thing, | hope it's going to bring people
there, too.”

The band members are looking forward
to that project, which will reflect the
changes brought about by Turrisi's
presence.

Brénda Russell

Although a large number of female ar-
tists have come out with debut albums
lately, Horizon/A & M recording artist
Brenda Russell has moved past them all.
With her self-titled debut album and her
single, “So Good, So Right,” which logged
in at #32 bullet on the Cash Box pop charts
and #13 R&B. Russell has fashioned the
most broadly-based appeal success of any
fledgling female performer on the scene.
And to her credit, "So Right,” much like the
rest of her album, is music that encom-
passes the best of both pop and R & B
without falling into either category.

Strangely enough, Russell got her start
fronting rock bands in the mid-'60s in
Canada, where ‘| was the only black person
in my school and there weren't even
enough black people for there to be pre-
judice.”

Though she was a seasoned performer
Russell got her first break while hanging out
backstage ata Toronto club. Someone sim-
ply walked up to her, asked her if she sang,
and when he was told yes, hired her to per-
form with a Supremes-styled girl group the
Tiaras.

But as both a singer and songwriter,

Russell felt she had more to offer the enter-
tainment worid and moved to New York
(where, in fact, she was born). Ironically,
she landed a role in a road-show produc-
tion of Hair which brought her right back to
Toronto. While there, she landed another
role with a made-for-TV group called Doc-
tor Music. Another of the group’s member,
Brian Russell, eventually became her hus-
band, “There were eight singers,” recalls
Brenda, and only four mikes; we got the
same mike and fell in love.”

In 1973 the duo, performing as Brian and
Brenda Russell, came to Los Angeles, and
after some TV and session work, were
signed to Elton John's Rocket Records.
Although the duo’s works were covered by
artists ranging from Jermaine Jackson to
Anne Murray, after two albums with Rocket,
the duo broke up, “both professionally and
personally.”

But Brenda was quickly able to develop
her solo career. While making demos of her
newer songs, she met Andre Fischer who
was one of Rufus' founding members and
had recently produced Tata Vega for
Motown. Together they helped coordinate
the deal that sent Brendato A & M’s Horizon
division. When Horizon was recently dis-
banded, Russell admits, “| was scared for a
minute, but luckily, the record never stop-
ped selling. It has all worked out for the
best,” she concludes. “Even while shopp-
ing the record, A & M was high on my list of
companies that | wanted to be with.” As for
her relationship with Fischer, she says, “the
beautiful thing about Andre and myself is
that we hear the same thing in the studio all
the time.”

Although Russell’'s music has overtures
of R & B, she says,"| hate to be categorized
R & B because I'm black. Ten years ago,
you couldn't find white acts in the R & B
charts or vice versa. Today, with people like
the Commodores, it's getting harder and
harder to put artists into classifications.”

“If more people had faith in other peo-
ple,” she concludes, “the world would be a
better place. As for myself and my career, |
can say what | started out doing what |
believed in, and now it's just a matter of
seeing it through.”

Country Rocker Jim Messina
Alters His Musical Direction

LOS ANGELES — At the end of 1976,
following a decade as a pioneer of the
country rock sound with Buffalo
Springfield, Poco and Loggins and
Messina, Jim Messina suddenly broke all
connections with the music industry. For
the past few years, he has been on hiatus
opting for a life on his Santa Barbara ranch
instead of the hotel bars, rent-a-cars and
endless final mixdowns of rock ‘n’ roll life.

“I'd been keeping track of where we'd
break and looking at sales figures for ten
years, and when | stopped, | stopped,” said
Messina during a recent Cash Box inter-
view. “} decided to take care of me for a
change. | took the time off to see whether |
wanted to publish, produce, play or ever
get back into the business again.”

The respite has allowed Messina to
reflect on his past and contemplate the
future, and after two years time and several
months in the studio with a Santa Barbara-
based band, the veteran singer/song-
writer/guitarist has spawned “Oasis.

New Musical Direction

“QOasis’’ marks a new direction for
Messina musically, and represents a
voyage into a jazzier, funkier sound while
keeping the interesting rhythms and horn
and reggae influences that he mined with
Loggins and Messina to a more
sgohticated end

“l didn't put any country rock on the
album because I'm not into that sound
anymore. | tried for years to bring that style
to the people, but it was never accepted,”
said Messina. “The most money | ever
made with Poco was $97.50 a week after
taxes. The biggest album we ever had was
“Deliverin” which sold 300,000 units. That's
barely enough to keep a band alive.”

In the '60s, Messina fell into the L.A. rock

and Loggins and Messina. He was working
as an engineer in a Hollywood studio in
1966, when he noticed the name of Crosby
on his daily booking ledger. I thought it
was Bing Crosby’s son,” explained
Messina. “He came into the studio with this
blond haired chick and they spent five
hours cutting demos. As | was leaving, |
asked the girl her name. It was Joni Mitchell
and the dude's name was David Crosby.’

“That recording session led Crosby to
tell Neil Young of a recording engineer he
might like, and within a few months
Messina was engineering Buffalo
Springfield’s second LP, “Again.” The
group, headed by Stephen Stills and
Young, soon enlisted Messina as a bass
player and the group’s newest member en-
ded up producing the “Last Time Around”
LP.

Poco’s Beginnings

“There's just a little bit of magic in the
country” is the first line of one of Poco's
earliest and most famous songs, “Pickin’
Up The Pieces.” Words similar to that were
directed at Springfield mate Richie Furay
in the back of a taxi cab in Nashvillein 1968.
As the two pondered the ultimate demise of
the Buffalo Springfield, they decided to
form what many people consider to be the
first country rock band, Poco.

After three critically acclaimed butfinan-
cially unsuccessful albums, “Pickin’ Up The
Pieces,” “Poco” and “Deliverin’ " — and co-
writing such genre classics as “You'd Better
Think Twice,” “Hear That Music” and
“Pickin' Up The Pieces,” Messina left the in-
trepid outfit and joined CBS as an indepen-
dent producer in 1970.

Loggins & Messina Formation

In November of that year, Messina met a
young singer/songwriter named Kenny
Loggins and invited him to dinner. He heard
Loggins sing “House at Pooh Corner” and
“Danny's Song” and felt that the supper

NEW YORK — RCA has entered into two
agreements that will provide motion pic-
tures for its SelectaVision video disc
system. The first, completed in London on
Oct. 19, is for 20 films from Great Britain's
Rank Organization. The deal which report-
edly provides Rank with at least $500,000 in
advance against a percentage of net sales,
includes such titles as "“Hamlet,” “Oliver
Twist,” “Henry V,” “39 Steps,” and “The
Lady Vanishes.”

The second deal, announced on October
23. is with Paramount Pictures for 75 films,
including “Grease,” "Saturday Night
Fever,” "Godfather | and 2,” “Heaven Can
Wait,” and “Foul Play.” Under the terms of
the non-exclusive agreement, RCA also
received the right to use additional
Paramount films in the future. Thetwofirms
have also agreed to explore the develop-
ment of special programming that will
premiere on video disc.

According to Herbert S. Schlosser, ex-
ecutive vice president of RCA, the firm will
announce its market introduction date for
the video disc in early December.
Schlosser said that RCA's opening
catalogue, combined with subsequent
monthly releases, would total 300 titles, ap-
proximately 50% of which would be feature
films, with the remainder inctuding
children's programs, material drawn from
television and popular and serious music.

Sales Projection

In an exclusive interview, Schlosser told
Cash Box that he expected video disc
players to be purchased by 30% to 50% of
all owners of color television by the end of
the next decade.

“We've done some market research
studies in reaching these projections,” he
said. “But the actual basis for these figures
came out of my talks with RCA's head of

Black Promoters
Group Apologizes
To BMA Gamble

NEW YORK — The United Black Concert
Promoters (UBCP) has issued an apology
to the Black Music Association (BMA) for
failing to be represented at a press con-
ference called to resolve the differences
between black artists and promoters (Cash
Box, October 20).

In a letter of apology, UBCP president
Dick Griffey said, “We do not want our not
being present to be misconstrued as a
boycott or protest of their methods . . . the
fact that | was not there was due to having
had prior business commitments. | was,
however, under the impression that
Georgie Woods, UBCP chairman, who
resides in Philadelphia, was to have been
there. But | understand that he became ill
Monday and was also unable to attend.

“Seemingly everybody in the industry
has overreacted to the fact that no one from
UBCP has showed up, including BMA
President Kenny Gamble, if he was quoted
correctly in saying “it appears that UBCP
will not be able to do business with BMA
because of their attitude.” This statement
seems to be a reaction of emotionalism he
has attributed to UBCP.”

Unfortunate Situation

The letter continued, “Let no one mistake
this unfortunate situation as an opportunity
and excuse to continue to have black folks
just sing and dance and buy tickets. There
is a need for black entrepreneurs. Let us
carry forth in the spirit which was our initial
intention: one of unity for the black music
industry and black people in general.”

In a statement issued on behalf of the
BMA, the organization's president, Ken-
neth Gamble, accepted the UBCP's
apology. “Hopefully,” Gamble's letter ad-
ded, “the UBCP will initiate further discus-
sions with the Performing Artists Rights
Committee (a division of the BMA) and par-
ticipate in the development of a code of
business ethics and business conduct.”

STEVIE WONDER JOINS THE RACE — The final, and perhaps the most formidable,
entry in 1979's Christmas Superstar Sweepstakes will be lodged late this week when
“Stevie Wonder’s“Journey Through The Secret Life of Plants” is released by Motown
Records.

The Woodstock
semi-reunion, held on Long Island earlier this year with guest artists Steve Stills, Coun-
try Joe, Canned Heat and John Sebastian will be broadcast by DIR's “King Biscuit Flour
Hour” . . . Major Bill Smith plans to release an album’s worth of material by The Legen-
dary Stardust Cowboy .. . Wonder who played with Bob Dylan on “Saturday Night
Live?”

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NEW YORK
— Earth, Wind & Fire’s recent concert here
was characterized by a stunning display of
stylized theatrics. Unfortunately, the style
submerged the spontaneity of the group’s
music, which resulted in a surprisingly inef-
fective show.

It was a shame, really, that the music
never caught fire, because Earth, Wind &
Fire's stage show was not only visually
brilliant, but thoughtful and educational as
well. Group leader Maurice White managed
to include a musical and corresponding
visual tribute to nearly every important
phase of American black music, from New
Orleans band marches to steaming boogie
woogie sax riffs to Jimi Hendrix-style guitar
solos.

While White was the focus of the act, his
sense of timing was, as always, judicious.
He gave plenty of room to vocalist Philip
Bailey and other members of the ensemble,
creating a non-stop flow of visual excite-
ment that was sustained through the con-
cert.

Yet it's sad to report that the highlight of
the show was a spectacular magic trick
rather than the magic of the group’s brilliant
songs. it's not that such classics as “That's
The Way of the World,” “Getaway,” and
“Serpentine Fire” were performed poorly:
in fact the collaboration between drummer
Fred White, keyboard player Larry Dunn
and percussionist Ralph Johnson, and the
entire EWF group resulted in one of the
most progressive performances put on by
any mass-appeal superstar group.

The trouble was that something special
was missing. And for a group as special as
Earth, Wind & Fire, that absence was an
awkward one indeed.

arla Bonoff

THE BAYOU, WASHINGTON, D.C. —
Starting her set alone at the piano, Karla
Bonoft showed her nostalgic, bittersweet
melodies and lyrics to be her forte, beyond
her strengths as a vocalist. In making the
leap from songwriter to singer-songwriter,
Bonoff has picked up fans and is making
headway toward a more relaxed stage
presence. An array of familiar songs from
herfirst LP began the sold -out concertand,
with her six-member band, Karla moved
gracefully and confidently before the
enthusiastic audience.

But the mood switched into high gear
mid-way through her show as Karla's voice
got richer, her movements more fluid and
her attitude looser. Singing the title song
from her new album, “Restless Nights,” she
drew cheers. “Isn’t It Always Love” plus the
hit getting airplay here, “Trouble Again,”
showed her best energy. Two encores,
“When You Walk In The Room” and “Falling
Star,” capped the show to warm applause.

Bonoff has an impressive repertoire at a
young age and it's a shame she invariably
evokes comparisons to Linda Ronstadt.
While Ronstadt has covered several of
Bonoft's tunes successfully, the artist who
penned the music is able to hold her own in
concert. There's no dancing or acting at the
microphone — Bonoff gives a

straightforward performance, and one
that's appreciated by her country/rock
followers

The Bayou, incidentally, has seen a busy
schedule of strong acts in the pastyear and,
selling out 400 seats at each Bonoff show,
continues to be an intimate and casual
setting for this type of performer.

ohn Prine/
Delbert McClinton

CONSTITUTION HALL, WASHINGTON,
D.C. — With a knowing grin to match his
knowing lyrics, John Prine put on a high
energy show while marking his 33rd birth-
day here October 10. Hisfive-piece band, in
front of a backdrop of Prine’s '51 Ford, ran
through some old standbys like “lliegal
Smile,” “Sam Stone"” and adramatic view of
loneliness with “Hello in There.” But the
crowd was on their feet rocking in the aisles
for most of the show.

Numbers following the auto theme — in-
cluding new material off his latest LP, “Pink
Cadillac” — and oldies in the same vein
were highpoints. “Down by the Side of the
Road" and “Automobile” and a prolonged
“Ubangi Stomp" were clearly audience
favorites.

While it’s his lyrics that make his
recordings so special, the acoustics of the
hall made many of Prine’s clever words un-
intelligible. But lengthy ovations showed
overwhelming approval, with or without the
clever lines.

Perhaps because he is still relatively un-
known in these parts, the rockabilly num-
bers Delbert McClinton used to open the
show were an upbeat surprise to the
audience. The raspy voice and hard-hitting
beat of the blues harpist was staggering,
despite an apparent cold. A cross between
blues, honky-tonk and searing rock ‘n’ roll
makes McClinton a standout. Robert
Harwell on sax delivered some hot licks
and, although Delbert's harmonica was of-
ten drowned out, he was doing some im-
pressive wailing. He's been denied this size
audience until recently and the 4,000 pre-
sent for this concert gave him the recogni-
tion he deserves.

rt Ensemble
of Chicago

SCHOENBERG HALL, UCLA — The stage
was cluttered with almost every kind of
musical instrument imaginable. There were
perhaps a dozen saxophones of all types,
several flutes, clarinets, whistles, bells,
conga drums, a set of traps, cymbals and
gongs of all shapes and sizes, an upright
bass, marimba, vibes and a seemingly end-
less array of percussive devices. In addi~
tion, little green bottles of Perrier were
strategically located at various points. The
microphones and music stands were in
place and there was a lone wooden chair
reposed just to the right of a huge bank of
saxes. Everything was in readiness. the
stage was set for the most influential jazz
combo of the decade — the Art Ensemble
of Chicago.

As the players — Roscoe Mitchell and
Joseph Jarman on reeds, Malachi Favors
Mangoustous on bass, Don Moye ondrums
and Lester Bowie on trumpet — appeared
from stage right, the crowd erupted in wild
applause. The band tuned up briefly before
Jarman, Favors and Moye began a
rhythmic chant, accompanied only by the
hypnotic strains produced by shakers and
gourds. Finally, the rest of the players
joined in as Favors picked out a catchy bass

riff. And for the next 70 to 80 minutes, the
Art Ensemble proceeded to explore the
outermost reaches of musical expression.

It's difficult to put an Art Ensemble con-
cert into words. For one thing, there is the
ever-present element of theater: Jarman,
Favors and Moye perform in makeup and
loose fitting costumes, while Bowie wears a
white surgeon’s smock over a shirt and tie.
Thenthereis the music. itwould bean over-
simplification to call it jazz, because the
sounds encompass the vast spectrum of

black experience — from African tribal
music, to spirituals, rhythm & blues, funk
and beyond.

At the UCLA concert, for instance, Jar-
man started off by playing the conch sheli, a
large, spiral sea shell converted to a
primitive horn. From then on, it was
anything goes — including all-out free-form
blasts, mainstream ensemble playing,
volcanic solos and, sometimes, complete
silence — as the quintet launched into one
of its extraordinary original compositions,
which lasted the entire set. Indeed, it was
impossible to tell where the composed
passages left off and the improvisation
began.

Suffice it to say that the Art Ensemble’s
phenomenal musical range is summed up
in its slogan: “Great Black Music — Ancient
to the Future.”

BOTTOM LINE, NYC — For two nights,
veteran jazz trumpeter, Dizzy Gillespie ser-
ved up matchless musicianship with his
usual ebullience at the Bottom Line.

Gillespie, probably the most astute jazz
spokesman incorporating Latin musical
forms, played opposite the Latin Percus-
sion Jazz Ensemble. The men he brought
with him were equally up for the occasion,
most notably Jon Faddis on trumpet and
guest Ray Barretto, who sat in on congas.
Dizzy's set was as varied as his banter. He
got the audience involved in an Israeli tune
called “Eretz Zabad Chalov” and had them
squealing on a blyes number that was down
and dirty. But it was the Latin influence that
held sway as he conclugded with “A Night In
Tunisia,” featuring along coda "battie” bet-
ween him and Faddis,‘.and “Tin Tin Den,”
composed by Chano Pozo, the Cuban con-
guero who Gillespie brought to the U.S. in
1948.

The Latin Percussion Jazz Ensembleis a
group of veteran musicians performing
what is usually referred to as Afro-Cuban
jazz. While Pozo was among the first to play
jazz conga, it took people like Mongo San-
tamaria and the pixie-ish Carlos ‘Patato’
Valdez to popularize the “pickle barrels.”
Valdez is a member of LPJE along with Tito
Puente, timbales and vibes, Eddie Mar-
tinez, piano, Johnny Rodriguez, bongos,
Alfredo de la Fe, violin, and Sal Cuevas,
electric bass guitar.

The group played some fine music in the
latin-jazz vein, but it needs to define where
it stands: it was neither too Latin nor too
jazz. There was some excellent solo work,
principally from Puente on vibes on “Lindo
Guajira” and a typical sommontuno from
the group’s album, “Just Like Magic,” on
the Latin Percussion Venture label. There
was also a beautiful duet between Martinez
and Puente on the ballad “Ja No Meques.”

More attention should be paid to im-
provisation than to Valdez's theatrics. Right
now, LPJE are a Latin American Stuff, an
excellent support group in need of a solo
voice up front.

BOTTOM LINE, NEW YORK — Chrysalis
recording artist Rory Gallagher unleashed
his uncompromising blues rock sound
before a wildly appreciative crowd at the
Bottom Line recently.

The unquestionable highlight of
Gallagher’'s set was his excellent guitar
playing, which ripped across the formulaic
cliches of most rock axemen, and affirmed
why the energetic Irishman is one of the last
of a dying breed — the lead guitar hero.
Alternately soft and savage (though mostly
savage), Gallagher demonstrated his
remarkable mastery of the instrument, es-
pecially within the blues idiom.

Although his vocal range is somewhat
limited, Gallagher makes up for it in the
energy department, as he rocked relent-
lessly for the entire 1% hour set. it was
definitely Gallagher’s crowd as they gave
the reserved lad from County Cork ovation
after ovation.

The highlights of the set were “Messin’
With The Kid,” “Country Mile,” “Bull Frog
Blues” and a blistering version of “Walk On
Hot Coals.” Gallagher is a superstar in Ger-
many and the British Isles, and it's awonder
why he has never achieved that statusin the
U.S. as he is truly a fret board virtuoso.

he Cramps

THE WHISKY, L.A. — One of the best things
about music is its inexhaustable variety.
From baroque to Sinatra to disco to punk, if
it's possible to think it, rest assured that
someone will put it to music.

Take, for example, The Cramps.

One of the punk/new wave bands on the
recently formed IRS (International Record
Syndicate) label, The Cramps are a visually
striking group capable of some excellent
'60s style rock — raw, repetitious and cram-
med with energy and excitement.

Blasting through a set that included
some numbers from their recently released
EP “Gravest Hits,” plus such cuts as
“Human Fly,” “Mad Daddy,” “Rock On The
Moon” and “Teenage Werewolf,” The
Cramps provided a solid, but short show
that soon had the audience alive with ex-
citement and the urge to participate.

Lux Interior, the lead singer, spit out the
songs with an intensity worthy of an acid-
frenzied freek, screeching, screaming and
practically swallowing the mike in an
amusingly blatant manner.

Guitarists lvy Rorschach and Bryan
Gregory, one of the spaciest guitar sections
in music, played with total abandon. lvy,
who carries the rhythm with a steady hand,
but can bust loose in the lead when it's
called for, is indeed a Rorschach. Gregory,
one the other hand, is indescribable.
Capable of some exciting lead work,
Gregory is distinguished by his stage
persona — one that can only be described
as truly and impressively bizarre.

Throw in drummer Nick Knox, slicked
back, shaded and tapping away with an ad-
mirable detatchment, and The Cramps
come on explosively.

The Cramps are an excellent show. While
the music may not be the most strikingly
original or breathtaking around, the group
and their whole aura make for an entertain-
ing evening. If you're ready, go forit.

+1 do not want to see any artist relegated
to either the ‘jazz’ or ‘R&B’ fields” added
Posner, “and we will only be interested in
artists who we feel have the possibility to
cross over to the mainstream.”

“We're new to the R&B, jazz, and disco
fields,” admitted the E/A vice chairman.
“We've learned that there's a different way
to market R&B, and to build that kind of
grass roots base that will provide you with
leverage. Admittedly, we're getting our
chops together.”

Present to accept the proclamation read by
Joan Mondale, Vice President Mondale’s wife, was Susan Graham Mingus, widow of the
late bassist. The occasion was the announcement of a series of four recitals to be held at
the Mansion of new works commissioned by Meet The Composer, a non-profit organiza-
tion whose work in jazz is well-documented.

RCA SEES STRONG VCR MARKET AHEAD — Speaking at the recent ITA Home Video
Seminar in New York, Arnold T. Valencla, executive vice president of marketing
operations for RCA Sales Corporation, a leading marketer of VCRs, told attendees that
new research indicates that there are now at least “12 million prospective customers” for
video cassette recorders, despite a drop-off in dealer sales of 5.3% last month, as
compared to the same period during the previous year. To cure any sluggishness the VCR
market may be feeling at this point, Valencia suggested stronger marketing programs,
even though advertising and promotional activities for VCRs have already raised the public
awareness level of the machines in this country up to 80%. Valencia added that an
extensive RCA survey of the VCR business disclosed that most consumers purchase the
units in traditional television retail outlets and that some 57% of VCR sales have been made
through TV-radio and appliance dealers. Unlike the color TV retail pattern, however,
Valencia noted that “a disproportionate number of unit sales are clustered in a relatively
few high volume outlets.” Calling for more traditional dealers to participate in the VCR
business, Valencia said, “Without a major committment to VCR, they (the dealers) could
lose their customers to the growing retail presence of video specialists with their
knowlegeable salespeople, in-house service, and full line of VCRs and accessories.”
Valencia also pointed out that an increase of 25% for VCR sales in 1979 over last year's
figures is a realistic projection for the relatively new product. Summing up RCA'’s present
concern with establishing a solid growth pattern for VCR sales, Valencia said, “What we
have now are some basic marketing issues to deal with. Increased industry awareness of
the unique aspects of the business should be the catalyst necessary for a renewed surge in
all aspects of the VCR industry.”

CINETUDE COMPLETES ASBURY JUKES CONCERT FILM — New York-based
Cinetude Film Productions, Ltd. recently announced completion of a 15-minute musical
documentary chronicling the Aug. 8 homecoming concert of Southside Johnny & The
Asbury Jukes and the numerous events surrounding the band'’s return to Asbury Park,
New Jersey. According to Gale Goldberg, assistant producer on the film, the movie marks
Cinetude's entry into musical (rock ‘n’ roll) shorts after a number of expo and industrial
films. The film includes four songs from the band, shot on location at the Asbury Park
Convention Center.

VIDEO CLIPS — Jon Roseman Productions has a new loop on Columbia’s The Boomtown
Rats as well as new lsland recording artists The Buggles.

Polydor has a new promotional film on artist Billy Thorpe,
integrating never-before-seen NASA footage with unique sound and visual effects. The
label has also completed a trailer for the upcoming domestic release of The Who film
“Quadrophenia” . . . Kramer/Rocklen has wrapped up work on a 30-second television
spot for A&M recording artist Herb Alpert’s “Rise” LP, utilizing special visual effects . ..
RCA's in-house video supervisor Steve Kahn recently shot a video on Solar recording act
Shalamar. Solar Records is distributed by RCA. Kahn has also completed a commercial
for “A Christmas With John Denver and The Muppets.” . . . United Artists/EMI America is
currently filming UA group Whitesnake in London, in addition to UA artist Gerry Rafferty.

The rock-movie “Tommy” is
being shown this month on HBO and a recently completed Diana Ross concert filmed in
Las Vegas will be shown in early 1980. HBO currently reaches more than 3 million homes.
HOME VID MARKET EXPANDS — Columbia Pictures Home Entertainment Division will
be releasing 20 movies on vid-cassette for distribution in six metro markets within the next
few weeks.

create so much excitement that people will
have to go out and get it. And these
programs will have to be ones that en-
courage repeat viewings.”

Reed also stressed that, for the home
video market to be successful, the industry
“has to have software with lower costs and
better sound capability.” Using these two
criteria, Reed said that CBS feels that video
discs, rather than video cassettes, “will be
more suitable to the mass market.”
However, because video discs are not ex-
pected to be mass-marketed until early
1981, Reed said that CBS' initial New Ven-
tures product would be on video cassette.

Controversial Points

The comparative merits of the video disc
and the video cassette was one of several
controversies that emerged during the
seminar. Others included the industry’s
pricing structure; the effect of pay TV and
cable TV on home video, the question of
what type of distribution system is best
suited to the home video market; and the
need for original programming that will
command repeat viewings.

One widely shared sentiment was the
need for the video industry to reduce the
cost of both its hardware and software
prices. Presently, home recorders are
rarely discounted below $800, and most
video cassettes average between $45 and
$55 in price. However, several hardware
and software manufacturers indicated that
it was unlikely prices would decrease in the
next year.

The video cassette vs. video disc ques-
tion was the subject of a presentation by
Magnavox Corporation’s James Egan, who
stated that “studies have shown that a
significant percentage of the buyers of our
discs already own cassette systems,
suggesting a potential compatibility bet-
ween the two systems.”

Egan told the seminar that Magnavox
projects that seven million VCRs (video
cassette records) will be in American
homes by 1985 and that 10.5 million
prerecorded tapes will have been sold by
that time. Video discs, Egan said, will ac-
count for two million units worth of sales in
1985, and he concluded that the two could
play “complementary roles” in the future.

Pay TV Competition

Pay and cable TV presented a paradox-
ical issue to the ITA attendees, for, while
most major studies reveal that households
with cable TV are the most likely to buy
VCRs, software dealers regard pay TV as a
major competitor for the consumer’s view-
ing time.

In fact, Andrew Kohut, president of the
Gallup Organization, one of the nation's
leading polling firms, bluntly told the
seminar that Gallup research indicated that
the home video industry “would have a
hard time competing against pay TV.” He
noted that ownership of a home video
system “may not be important enough to
justify the high price.”

A Sober Assessment

Kohut offered perhaps the most sober-
ing analysis of the home video industry at
the seminar. VCRs, he said, “continue to be
a product at a very evolutionary stage. In-
terest continues to evolve, but many con-
sumers have not yet stabilized that
interest.”

Software sales, Kohut said, will depend
on "consumers desire to watch a show
more than once; an elastic pricing range; a
broad base of consumers willing to buy old
movies; and competition from pay TV.”
And, Kohut stated, “it will be some time
before the home video market can be
realistically assessed.”

Distribution Questions
The distribution issue centered on the

questions of the effectiveness of mail-order
vs. retail and rental vs. sales. Bruce Barnett
of Time-Life Multimediadescribed his com-
pany's recently started video club as that
marketing giants’ "first foray into the video
marketplace.” However, Konrad Kalba,
head of Kalba/Bowen Associates, a Cam-
bridge-based research firm, predicted that
“retail outlets will continue to dominate
sales.”

Andre Blay, of Magnetic Video, announ-
ced his company's goal to strengthen their
field sales, but noted the “reluctance of
retailers so far” to display the product.
Hardware dealers have been carrying the
software industry so far, Blay said, but he
stressed the importance of displaying the
product in department and music stores.

“The industry needs a $15 to $20
program,” Blay said. Later, in an interview
with Cash Box, he predicted the price
would, in fact, decrease with the advent of
the video disc in 1981.

Ironically, programming, the ostensible
theme of the seminar, was not widely dis-
cussed. It was generally acknowledged that
sales of pornographic movies account for
more than 50% of all video sales at present,
with old movies and special features such
as sports events, and educational
programs the next major sales leaders.

“Qriginal programming is still in its in-
fancy stage,” RositaSarnoff of EsselteVideo
told the seminar, and, she noted, “the
market is still not ready for the major in-
dependent programmer.”

can make a video disc. The video disc is a
very different kind of programming and, as
such, there will be artists who will be
producing product specifically for the
medium.”

When asked how RCA’s system would
compare to the competing Magnavision
system, Schlosser said, “I think that con-
sumers, of course, will have to make their
own judgements as to which system they
prefer. All | can tell you is that we are con-
centrating totaily on the consumer market
with our system, which is simpler, easy to
operate and will be serviced through our
own RCA Service Operations, which will
make it easy for the consumer to get fast,
dependable repairs.”

With regard to the pricing of video discs,
Schlosser said, "We are setting prices on a
disc by disc basis. Like records, certain
discs may cost more than others. But we
are not making any price announcements.”

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RADIO NEWS

AR PLAY

CONCERNING ARBITRON — The Washington Area Broadcasters Association has
recommended that its member stations continue to broadcast announcements re-
questing listeners to report their listening accurately when they participate in ratings
surveys. The Association believes that the general public simply has no idea how im-
portant their accurate reporting of their radio listening has become to radio stations.
They also believe that Arbitron has imposed new techniques in the name of “better
research” and that is why they are asking the public to be accurate when they par-
ticipate in ratings or surveys of any kind.
ARBITRON QUESTIONNAIRE — The Arbitron Radio Advisory Council has released
the results of their annual questionnaire. The results of the survey were compiled from
611 returned questionnaires with over 66% of the respondents being general managers
or above. 40% felt that Arbitron is performing at a better level as compared to three
years ago. Only 13% felt that Arbitron is performing less satisfactorily. As far as policing
its diaries, 88% felt that Arbitron was sometimes to usually successful, and 59% were in
favor of extended measurement while 14% had no opinion at all. 74% agreed that sta-
tions engaging in rating distortion should be delisted from the report and 75% would
like to see Arbitron measure listening in automobiles.
MORE SUPPORT FOR GREENPEACE — KEZY/Anaheim and Greenpeace broadcast
the first Greenpeace Radio-thon on Oct. 27. KEZY donated nine hours from 9 a.m.-6
p.m., commercial free to Greenpeace for the purpose of raising money for their efforts
in the areas of Anti-Nuclear, Whaling and Anti-seal hunts.

New York Programmers React
Favorably To Arbitron Plan

program director for WGBS-FM, told Cash
Box that “the longer the sample period, the
more useful and accurate the ratings will
be.” But, he added, “There is a danger that
exists in that programmers who make revi-
sions in their format during the course of
the survey once they get their preliminary
readouts would dilute the credibility of the
rating for that station.”

Scott Muni, program director for WNEW-
FM, said the competition in the New York
market is so keen that “anything Arbitron
did would help. The 18-34 year old group
that we program to is a tough audience to
reach, and Arbitron hasn’t been doing it. In
a market as confusing as this, extended
measurement of any kind has got to
produce a truer reflection of what is going
on.”

David Klahr, program director, for
WYNY, said he was pleased with the idea.
“"Hopefully, it will reduce some of the hype
that accompanies most books and force
broadcasters to program more consistently
instead of stacking specials. It should even
out the numbers a little more so that we
won't see the dips and increases that often
result in a shorter period.”

Joe Piasek, program director for WPIX,
argued that the plan reduces the “anticipa-
tion period” and is “the next best thing toin-
stantaneous feedback.” He added that ex-
tended measurement is the best way to
combat “atypical events” and stands to
offset those stations which tend to program
one month at a time.

Ad Agencies Comment

Representatives of two leading advertis-
ing agencies also expressed their approval
of the concept of extended measurement.
Eugene DeWitt, executive vice president
and director of media services for McCann-
Erickson, commented, “We are in favor of
the direction of continuous measurement
of radio broadcast, and while moving to 12
weeks is not an enormous jump, it is a
definite step in the right direction.” And
Barry Kaplan, vice president and associate
director of media information and analysis
tor Ted Bates Advertising, said, “We have
not had a chance to examine the concept

thoroughly, but it certainly seems like a
good idea. We want the most realistic
assessment of a market, not the aberra-
tions that develop in certain periods.”

The schedule that Arbitron is proposing
for the New York, Chicago, and Los
Angeles markets would begin next year
and include the weeks of February 28-May
23; May 28-August 20; and September 4-
November 26. Theratings period under the
old system is scheduled for January 17-
February 13.

New Research Methods

The extended measurement proposal is
one of several projects that Arbitron is now
investigating. The company is also testing
new research methods that would eliminate
the special procedures now employed to
reach black and Hispanic listeners.
“ldeally, we'd like to use our standard mail
diary with everyone,” said Connie Anthes,
manager of communications for Arbitron,
“but to do that we have got to augment or
change the diary in certain ways so that we
can get an adequate sampling of the
market.”

In January, she said. Arbitron will be
testing new research procedures for these
populations in two markets of contrasting
size, which she declined to identify.
“Augmented” proceedures have already
been test-marketed in Atlanta and Norfolk.
Arbitron is also considering the implemen-
tation of a two-sweep-a-year system in
those areas that are only measured once a
year at this time.

“There was nothing really exciting going
on in terms of music during the past 12
months or so and new wave suddenly
became a palatable, as well as exciting,
form of music which the programmers
could relate to.” added Blonstein.

Bruce Harris, Epic east coast director of
A&R, agreed, "Now we seem to be entering
a pretty exciting phase of music, where the
quality of the music is finally commensurate
with the sales.”

However, according to some record ex-
ecutives, radio has only taken tenative
steps at this point in the acceptance of
British pop and new wave. Bob Laul, sales
manager for Faulty Products, the domestic
distributing arm for many of the new wave
labels under the umbrella of A&M's Inter-
national Record Syndicate, felt that it was
the press which actually established new
wave here.

“The pressreally did anumberin making
new wave an established part of the con-
temporary American musical scene. Radio,
in time, will definitely come around, but the
press is continuing to create an un-
derground swell for many of the new wave
acts which are not considered to be in the
mainstream.”

“The Chelsea and Brian James singles
are an example of what is being done at IRS
in terms of releasing the single in advance
of the LP,"” said Laul. "Wetry to measure the
reaction to the single as accurately as we
can in determining when to release the
album.”

Few American labels, though, have
bought or plan to buy single masters alone,
unlike many of their English counterparts.
parts.

“l would'nt be interested in picking up a
single master without some sort of album
behind it,” said Greg Geller, east coast
director of A&R for Columbia Records.
“Qur goal is still to sell albums and develop
our artists through albums over a long
period of time.”

Geller asserted that even in the case of
the Boomtown Rats, a Columbia act here
which had a top-selling single in the U.K.
earlier this year, the market here for the
group is much move heavily geared
towards LPs.

Album Buyers

“We feel that the ultimate consumer here
for the Boomtown Rats is not principally a
singles buyer, but an album buyer,” stated
Geller. “The single, “I Don’t Like Mondays,”
came out in England in July but we've
waited until we approached the release
date of their album before releasing the
record here because we didn’t want to burn
it out.”

Geller and Epic's Harris both stated that
continuing contact with the CBS Records’

il

U.K. A&R staff has been a great help in
buildiing their respective rosters of British
artists here. Don Grierson, vice president of
A&R for United Artists/EMI America, also
stated that working regularly and being af-
filiated with EMI in Britain has enabled EMI
America to pick up veteran British artist
Cliff Richard, whose current single, “We
Don’t Talk Anymore,” is now bulleting up
the pop charts here after gaining the #1
position on the U.K. charts.

“As always, we've been open to product
from our sister company in the U.K.,” said
Grierson. “Ultimately, though, we decide
what will be most viable for EMI America
and what will have the most potential for the
American market.”

Renewed Relationship

Geller, Harris and Grierson also added
that the current presence of more British
artists on their respective labels could be
directly attributed to renewed relationships
with the A&R branches for their affiliated
labels in Britain.

“Unfortunately, there was a time when
EMI U.K's A&R department was going
through some internal problems,” said
Grierson, “However, that has cleared itself
up and we've been working in tandem ever
since.”

Most of the label A&R executives sur-
veyed felt that competition has become so
rough to procure good British acts for the
U.S. market, that it was no longer possible
to wait and watch the U.K. pop charts
before deciding to sign a particular artist or
group.

“It's getting to be very difficult, in one
respect, because there is such a wealth of
good talent over in England,” said Epic's
Harris. "By watching the charts, you'd
almost be late in the game.”

Continued Growth

Finally, major label A&R executives here
were in almost unanimous agreement that
British artists will continue to enjoy growing
success on these shores as the two popular
music markets grow closer once again.

‘I think the fact that the two markets are
becoming so similar in such peculiar ways
is in itself an indication that British artists
and records will continue to flourish here,”
summed up Epic’s Harris.

Supertramp Scores In Canada
With Two Million-Selling LPs

TORONTQO — Supertramp has moved into
the lead in the “Titanium sweepstakes,’
netting two million sellers within a month in
Canada, becoming the first ever to have two
discs eclipse the once-unattainable million
mark.

Both “Breakfast In America,” easily the
hottest album this past summer in the
territory, and “Crime Of The Century,” a
consistent top seller in the A&M catalog the
past four years, have surpassed the million
sales plateau, with the “Breakfast” album
seemingly headed for new barriers in com-
ing months as it floats in the Top 10.

“We always knew we had a big winner on
our hands,” is the way A&M’s senior vice-
president Joe Summers put it to Cash Box.
“These achievements are just another in a
series of results from the genuine excite-
ment we've had since the ‘Crime’ album.”

Coupled with a record-breaking cross-
country tour in July and August, which
reportedly earned the band over $1 million
from the three shows in Toronto alone
(those dates being the singularly largest
shows the band performed ever), 1979 has
turned out to be the Year of the ‘Tramp’ in
Canada.

The band was ostensibly broken in the
North American market through Montreal
and Toronto, two cities that immediately
took to the group’s thoughtfully devised
pop. Reflecting on the steps that brought
the band to the pinnacle, Summers thinks
back to the company’s 1975 convention.

“I remember we played ‘Crime’ 10 times
inarowand just knew we had agreatalbum
to work with. Since then, it's been small but
sure steps that have taken them to where
they are now.”

Those steps included a small-hall tour of
Canada, FM acceptance of “Crime of the
Century” and its single, “Bloody Well Right”
(especially in America, which. spawned

records product manager, Warner Bros.;

marketing of the record), the release of the
follow-up album, “Crisis? What Crisis?”
which brought them to Canada for a major
concert hall tour (with the FM single, “Sister
Moonshine,” bringing increased attention
to the band), and then the album most feel
truly opened the path for the band, "EvenIn
The Quietest Moments.”

“I'think, with that album we positively had
a foothold,” Summers says. “At last, AM
radio got on the bandwagon when the
single, ‘Give A Little Bit' was charted. That
really opened the door for us.”

Most crucial to the means by which the
band has leapt to the most popular spot
amont international bands in this country,
has been the way in which the group'siden-
tity and image were prevented from ex-
ploitation.

“l can't recall any artist achieving such
marks solely on the basis of their music,”
says Summers. “We waited a long time for
‘Breakfast In America,’ and a lot of record
labels might have tried to sustainthe band’s
successes by hyping and gimmicky pitches
to the consumer. But we've always been
careful about what the band's image has
been. | think that's an extension of how they
themselves have wanted to be represented
to the public. They don't want the publicity
machinery that usually goes with any
superstar band. They are quite modest
people.”

Now with multi-platinum awards for each
of their past four A&M releases, Summers
says the band’s plans are “to again evaluate
and deliberate what direction their music
might take. This isn't a ‘one-album-a-year’
act, and the label has never tried to make it
be one.”

The Canadian concert dates were recor-
ded.and the band will soon evaluate their
merits for a possible two or three-album
live release.

Five Artists Dominate Album Chart;
Singles Reflect Traditional Sound

NASHVILLE — This week the Oak Ridge
Boys’ album “Ya'll Come Back Saloon”
celebrates its second year on the Cash Box
country album charts. Although this is the
only album that has been on the charts for
two years, it joins 10 others albums that
have been on the charts over a year and
another five that have been on just short of
ayear.

In addition to the Oaks, the 16 acts who
prove the longevity of country album sales
on the Cash Box chart are Kenny Rogers,
Willie Nelson, Crystal Gayle, Barbara Man-
drell. Don Williams, Poco, the Statler
Brothers, Kenny Rogers & Dottie West,
Anne Murray, Waylon and Willie, John Con-
lee and Emmylou Harris.

Another interesting factis that five artists
control 28% of the chart positions, with
each artist having three or more albums
represented on the charts. Those five art-
ists are Kenny Rogers, Crystal Gayle, Anne
Murray, Barbara Mandrell, and Willie
Nelson.

In terms of label representation, the
spread is quite diverse, with seven different
labels represented in the top ten of the
country album chart and no label having
more than two. Labels with two albums in
the top ten are RCA, United Artists and
MCA: while Columbia, Warner/Curb. Epic
and Elektra/Curb each have one.

Trends

Looking at trends on the country album
chart, it should be pointed out that there are
12 “Best of” albums on the chart — proof
that these packages sell through. Also,
duets and albums that feature several ar-
tists are popular, with eight albums featur-
ing either a duet or, in the case of Ernest
Tubb and the Banded Together album from
Epic, a number of artists.

Chart Analysis

The Cash Box Country Singles chart this
week reflects an upward trend in popularity
of the more traditional country sound, with
31 of the 100 artists/songs listed represen-
tative of this influence. Artists marching to
the traditional drum include Gene Watson,
Merle Haggard and Joe Stampley, who all
penetrated the Top 10; Emmylou Harris,
Mel Tillis, and Moe Bandy in the Top 15;
and Loretta Lynn, Tom T. Hall and Buck
Owens in the Top 25.

Charley Pride. Ernest Tubb, Red
Steagall, and the Statler Brothers all found
a position in the Top 50; while Willie Nelson,
Johnny Cash, John Anderson, Jim Reeves,

Daughters Roseanne Cash and Carlene
Carter have also made impressive show-
ings in the singles chart; Roseanne in her
duet with Bobby Bare, “No More Memories
Hangin' Round,” is #17 after 10 weeks on
the charts, and Carlene with “Do It In A
Heartbeat” places at #73 after two weeks.

The singles chart is also witnessing a
variety of labels jockeying for top positions,
with eight labels represented in the Top 12.
While no one label is dominating these
positions, half of them have two songs
charted. They are Columbia, Capitol, RCA
and MCA. United Artists, Epic, Warner
Bros. and Elektra entered the Top 12 with
one song each.

Duet releases are not as prevalent in the
chartsthisweek asthey havebeeninthere-
cent past. with duet product holding only
four positions. They are Roseanne Cash
and Bobby Bare, Ernest Tubb and Friends,
Johnny Rodriguez and Charly McClain and
Rayburn Anthony and Kitty Wells.

NASHVILLE — Neil Bogart, who first came
to Nashville years ago representing Cash
Box magazine as an ad salesman, returned
to this city during the week of the Country
Music Convention announcing that
Casablanca was getting into country music
with the formation of a new label,
Casablanca West. Accompanying Bogart
was Snuff Garrett, co-owner of the label
with Bagart and the head of the newly for-
med company.

Discussing his entry into the country
music field, Bogart stated, “Some kinds of
music stay, and country music is @ music
that stays. Getting in on the ground floor of
disco, | concentrated a lot of the efforts of
the company on disco. | don’t think disco
can go any higher, | think its reached its
peak.”

Bogart also stated that “we’re going to be
able to take country music a little bitfurther,
even though we haven't been in it, because
of our involvement in motion pictures, book
publishing and the record industry in
general.” As far as movies, Bogart lauded
Garrett, saying “I think the contribution
Snuff made this year with ‘Every Which Way
But Loose’ was one of the most important
events in country music.” Four number one
country records came from the soundtrack
of that movie, produced by Garrett.

Regarding the size of the company,
Bogart said, “Big is not best. We want to be
best. If by being best we become big, then
that's fine. We want to make a profit
because only when you're making a profit

can you experiment and give music a
chance. When you lose money you pull
back and give less artists achance.” He ad-
ded that he expects to make a profit during
the first year of operation.

A major factor in Bogart's projected first
year profit is his plan to sign a major act
within the next three to six months. “l am af-
ter a major act,” said Bogart, “and | will
overpay if | have to overpay. That'san open
checkbook to any major act interested.”
Both Bogart and Garrett stressed their in-
terest and need of a major act because “it
proves to the other acts that we're serious
and know how to do it,”” according to
Bogart.

Heading the Nashville office of
Casablanca West is Wade Conklin, with a
Casablanca West headed by Garrett to be
established in Los Angeles. The first artist,
Carol Chase, has just released the first
single for the label, “This Must Be My Ship.”

‘I have a saying | live by,” said Bogart,
“and paraphrasing it, it says ‘I never look to
walk where the path is, | look to create a
new path.””

Burns To Record
In Nashville

NASHVILLE — George Burns will be
recording a single in Nashville's Sound
Stage Studio Oct. 31.

RADIO ACTIVITY — The United Broadcasting Company has petitioned the FCC for ex-
traordinary relief, which would enable the firm to sell WJMO in Cleveland, Ohio under the
distress sale policy. Because the FCC had already made an initial decision to deny the
renewal of its license, it was necessary then for UBC to petition the commission because
normally a distress sale is completed before a decision is passed to deny renewal. Dorothy
Brunson is the proposed buyer for the station, which if approved, will be the first time the
FCC has favored this approach. Several other broadcasters have attempted this tactic only
to have it denied . . . WYLD AM/FM has been sold to Inter-Urban Broadcasting Corpora-
tion ... WVOL in Nashville has been sold to Phoenix of Nashville, a group of minority
Nashville businessmen . . . Roscoe Floyd is the new PD at WOKB in
Orlando, which recently abandoned its disco format, to revert
“Back to the Basics” and become a total community-oriented sta-
tion . .. Congratulations are in order for Jerry Boulding and his
team at KDIA in Oakland, where the station recently garnered a 5.1
in the Mediastat. This is the first time that the station has managed
to gain arating that high in several years. Since the Arbitron ratings
seemto follow very close to Mediastat ratings. the station should be
looking forward to the book that is coming out the early part of
December.

PROGRAMMERS PROFILE — Mike Payne, PD at WAMO in
Pittsburgh, is the first to acknowledge that his reputation for having worked at a lot of radio
stations in his 20-year broadcasting career is not totally unfounded. But he also adds thatin
fact he has not been at as many stations as people in the industry seem to think that he has.
In fact, with all of the moving around that Payne has done, he manages to also delve into
other areas of broadcasting, such as starting a television show in Houston called “Ot-
tasight”. The show stayed on the air from 1969 to 1973, and was the springboard for actress
Jayne Kennedy’s career. Then Payne moved to Los Angeles, where he obtained some
small parts in films, and also emceed a couple of shows in Vegas. Payne started his career
when he was 14 years old, at WJMO in Cleveland, Ohio. “I sent in a post card for the Jr. DJ
show that Ken Hawkins ran during his show. | was the first guy they had on the show;
previously they had always had girls.” Payne has been at WIMO twice, WABQ 3 times and
worked at KYOK in Houston twice. Payne also spent time at KCOH in Houston, KGFJ and
XPRS in Los Angeles and WNOV in Milwaukee, during his 20 year broadcasting career. In
sum he explained, "My main concern at this pointis to put WAMO in the best possible posi-
tion that it could possibly be in. For the first time, | feel totally comfortable with the station,
and Thom McKinney, who is the owner of the station, is an inspiration to work with.”

U.S. Labor Dept. Grant
For Performing Artists
Announced By Mondale

NEW YORK — A $646,660 grant from the
U.S. Department of Labor to implement an
employment and training program for
professignal performing artists and sup-
porting craft personnel under the aegis of
the Labor Institute For Human Enrichment
(LIFHE) was announced last week by Joan
Mondale at a news conference here.

Mondale said the employment and train-
ing program represents a major effort on
the part of unions, government, and em-
ployers to address the problems of unem-
ployment and underemployment in the
arts, entertainment, and media industry
through the creation of new jobs in the
private sector, the development of training
standards, and career counseling for mem-
bers of performing arts unions.

LIFHE, the Washington, D.C.-based non-
profit organization that will administer the
grant, was formed last year by represen-
tatives of 19 national unions of the AFL-
C10. “Our pride in the vitality and originality
of our performing arts should be matched
by care and attention to the situation of the
artists and those who back them up behind
the scene,” Mrs. Mondale said. “These
dedicated individuals are struggling to earn
a livelihoad in overcrowded fields where
unemployment ranges from 15% to 40%.”

Advertising and directing the program is
a committze composed of representatives
of the Actors’ Equity Association; American
Federation of Musicians, American
Federation of Television and Radio Artists;
American Guild ot Musical Artists; Inter-
national Alliance of Theatrical Stage Em-
ployees; and the Screen Actors Guild.

Dancing Schools Pact
With ASCAP On Fees

NEW YORK — ASCAP has announced an
agreement with a committee of dancing
school associations on terms of a license
for dancing schools.

According to ASCAP, under the new
copyright law, dancing schools require a
license fram the owners of copyrighted
musical compositions for the public perfor-
mance of their works.

The fees agreed upon may be
renegotiated after the contracts’ expira-
tions.

Musical World, who said that most coop
ads go to accounts in big cities, while
retailers in “the sticks” got left out. In addi-
tion. he pointed, out, the majority of ads are
bought for a few key acts, and other
product is ignored. He advocated massive
advertising during the Christmas selling
season to bring more customers into
record stores.
Defective Returns

Also discussed during the session were
problems with defective records. Jay
Sonin, owner of the Record Hunter, said
that while there hasn’t been a noticeable in-
crease in defectives, it's getting harder to
return them and get credit for them “in a
reasonable period of time.” Sonin said he
could understand this situation where
overrunsareinvolved, butwhere defectives
are concerned, “we shouldn’t be danced
around inreturning it.” Frankiin agreed with
this view, noting that “manufacturers want
immediate payment, but they don’t want to
give credit for defectives.”

This issue was later addressed by the
manufacturers’ panel, which was chaired
by David Rothfeld, vice presi-
dent/divisional merchandise manager for
Korvettes. Paul Smith. senior vice presi-
dent of marketing for CBS Records, in-
sisted that no more than half of one percent
of all the records shipped by CBS are ac-
tually defective; the rest of the supposed
defectives. he said, are “shopworn” LPs
which have been abused by customers, or
perfectly good records that have been
returned after being taped. He also
suggested that the increasing amount of
high-quality stereo equipment in use may
be related to the defective problem. A con-
sumer who owns such equipment. said
Smith, expects “perfect recordings,” and
“we won't get to that point for years.”

Two of the scheduled members of the
manufacturers’ panel had to bow out at the
last minute. Harry Anger, senior vice presi-
dent of marketing for Polydor, Inc. and
Larry Gallagher, vice president of sales for
RCA Records, told NARM that company at-
torneys had advised them not to participate
in the panel discussion. Rothfeld termed
the decision of these labels
“punillanimous.” especially in light of the
deteriorating relations between labels and
accounts which Bergman had alluded to.

Harder To Break Artists

Nevertheless. even without Anger and
Gallagher. the panel raised some in-
teresting points. Smith, for example, noted
that. due to the economic downturn, it is
taking twice aslong on the average to break
new artists asitdid in the boom years of the
record industry. At the same time, though,
he denied published rumors that CBS may
abandon construction of its new pressing
facility in Carrolton, Georgia. Noting that
the company has already invested $20
million in the plant, he expressed con-
fidence that the industry would rebound
from its current slump during the '80s.

Gary Mankoff, vice president of
marketing and finance for Infinity Records,
predicted that the business downturn
would last until mid-1980, if not longer.
Meanwhile, he said, Infinity will continue to
be “selective” about the artists whom it
chooses to support with advertising and
merchandising. “It's up to retaitlers to
aggressively merchandise records,” com-
mented Mankoff.

Both Smith and Mankoff stressed the
need to wait for response from radio and
consumers before launching a campaign
for a new release. “I'd rather reserve the
dollars to get behind a release when the
radio and consumer response is there,”
said Mankoff. and Smith noted that CBS is
now spending less to support tours by

developing artists unless there is a strong
radio response to their music.

Dramatic evidence of the growing rift
between accounts and suppliers was fur-
nished when Rothfeld pressed the pane! on
the subject of advertising. Recently, he
pointed out, the ailing Chrysler company
cleared out much of its inventory through a
concentrated program of national advertis-
ing. What's wrong. he asked, with the
record industry?

After the clapping died down around the
room, the record company executives tried
to assure the retailers who were present
that their labels had not, in fact, cut back
seriously on advertising and promotion.
Mankotf and Leonard Schoer, vice presi-
dent of sales and distribution for Arista
Records, both emphasized selectivity and
timing in their promotional campaigns.
Mike Lushku, executive vice president and
general manager of marketing for Motown
Records. said that there will be extensive
TV ads on major acts for therest of the year,
backed by radio and print ads. And Smith,
noting that the “short-term viability of the
product” makes TV advertising a risky
proposition, admitted that CBS has been
cutting back in this area. However, he did
not state that print and radio ad budgets
have also been cut.

First Quarter Product

According to the label execs, there will
be stronger product on the street in the first
quarter of 1980 than there was at the begin-
ning of this year. CBS will be coming with
new releases by Heart. Billy Joel, Bruce
Springsteen, and Boz Scaggs. among
others, while new LPs by GQ and the
Grateful Dead are expected from Arista,
and Infinity will deliver records by Spyro
Gyra, New England and Orleans.

The label execs expressed doubts about
the value of in-store video spots in selling
records. Mankoff noted that the video
cassettes are costly to product and
duplicate and that “on the whole, the costs
probably outweigh the benefits.” Scheer
agreed with this assessment. He argued
thatin-store play is probably more effective
than video in breaking artists. However,
Paul Smith maintained that a “unique’”
video ad like the CBS spot for Meat Loaf
can create some excitement at retail.

Atthe same time. there was considerable
enthusiasm about the potential of video as
a home consumer product. Mankoft said
that Infinity plans to tie in its artists with the
MCA/Philips DiscoVision program. There
will be Infinity artists on videodisc
sometime next year. he predicted. Smith,
mentioning the establishment of CBS
Records' New Ventures division, stated that
the company will sell video software with or

without music on it. And Lushka said that
musical movies featuring such Motown ar-
tists as Diana Ross will be released on
videodisc in conjunction with MCA next
year.

Anti-Piracy Reports

Another highlight of the NARM regional
was a speech by Jules Yarnell, special anti-
piracy counsel to the RIAA. Yarnell pointed
out that. as a result of stepped-up FBI ac-
tivity against the manufacture of pirated
LPs, the pirates have increasingly turned to
counterfeiting. Some of these counterfeit
albums are so good, said Yarnell, “that
even the record companies can't identify
them after a brief inspection.”

Yarnell noted that, although retailers
have been steering clear of pirated
product, some of them do handle counter-
feit LPs because there is a higher profit
margin in them and because they imagine
they canpleadignorancetoajuryif they are
caught. He emphasized the fact, though,
that sales of this illegitimate product hurt
the entire industry, and he begged NARM
members to assist the authorities in track-
ing down counterfeiters. While admitting
that NARM's “shopping reports” have not
been returned in substantial numbers, he
announced that NARM and the RIAA have
set up a toll-free“800" number for retailer
tips about counterfeit product in the
marketplace.

Andrew Stein, Manhattan borough presi-
dent, also made a speech at the regional.
He excoriated the Small Business Ad-
ministration for withholding loans from
many NARM members on the grounds that
they were purveyors of intellectual proper-
ties. and he urged support of a pending bill
in Congress which might force the SBA to
change its policy.

LATIN BEAT

From the tango to disco, from Tin Pan
Alley to Nashville, over the past century no
element of U.S. popular music has beenim-
mune from the impact of “the Latin tinge.”
in fact, musicologist John Storm Roberts
maintains that “Latin American music has
been the single most important outside in-
filuence on American music in this century,
bar none whatsoever.” His new book, the
Latin Tinge, is that rarity, agenuinefirst: the
only book ever to have covered the crucial
contribution that Latin rhythms made in
forming our uniquely American idiom.

Almost every decade since World War |
has seen songs. rhythms or styles from
Cuba. Mexico, Brazil or elsewhere sweep
the United States, very often in overlapping
waves: The turn-of-the-century’s
habanera; the teens’ and twenties’ tango;
the 1930's rumba; the 1940's conga.
guaracha and samba; the 1950's mambo
and chachacha; the 1960's bossa nova and
the 1970's salsa.

“These were not marginal fads, but mass
movements,’ Roberts says. “Out of 163
popular melodies given more than one
million performances since 1940, 23 —
around one in seven — were Mexican,
Cuban or Brazilian in style (most were
Cuban). Only half as many jazz, blues and
soul numbers combined, and around 19
country songs have made the same list.’

During the 1970s, according to Roberts,
every area of American popular music has
been affected — and changed — by Latin
music. In fact, since the 1960s. they have
been Latinized to the extent that they would
be unrecognizable without their “Latin
Tinge.”

During the early '70s, bands like Earth,
wind and Fire, War and Mandrill changed
the fundamental rhythmic pulse of black
popular music to complex rhythms derived
from the Latin “bugalu bass,” whose origin
is Cuban bass playing.

Disco rhythms are a blend of Latin and
Brazilian patterns with this already
Latinized modern black playing. In addi-
tion, percussion passages of almost pure
Afro-Cuban origin are standard.

Latin rock achieved enormous outreach
thanks largely to Carlos Santana, whose fu-
sion of acid rock and New York Latin music
in the late 1960s took him to the top of the
charts during the 1970s.

Before examining in depth the Latiniza-
tion of contemporary American popular
styles. the Latin Tinge fully describes — for
the first time:

*The strong Latin influence on jazz: Mex-
ican influence in prejazz New Orleans, the
habanera and tango in jazz, Latins in 1920s
and 1930s jazz, the rise of Cubop, jazz
bossa. Much of this material is original
research that demands re-assessment of
jazz history as a whole.

*The great Latin dance fads: The tango
craze (and the moralistic outcries it
evoked). The rumba era. Samba, mambo,
chachacha and bossa nova.

eLatin Hollywood: The Latin screen
musical from the late 1920s, through its
high days of the 1940s to its demise in the
'50s. {

«The great names: The nationally and in-
ternationally famous, among them Xavier
Cugat, Carmen Miranda, Desi Arnaz and
Perez Prado, with in-depth (and often sur-
prising) assessments of their musical
merits, based on the original recordings.

«The major and totally neglected tradi-
tion of balladry and dance music of the
Texas and California Chicanos, from the
19th century on.

*The growth of an indigenous Latin
music, with Cuban and jazz roots. in the
cities of the northeast and especially New
York, and the famous musicians that came
out of it — Tito Puente, Ray Barretto, Eddie
Palmieri among them.

As background to all this, the Latin
Tinge devotes a chapter apiece to the
music of Brazil, Cuba and other Latin coun-
tries from which the U.S. drew, and Latin
music's impact on the rest of the world, and
supplies a glossary of musical terms, dis-
cography and bibliography.

Labels In Australia Sue Sony
For Copyright Infringements

MELBOURNE — Seven major Australian
record companies are seeking more than
$1 million compensation in legal action
brought against Sony Australia Pty. Ltd. for
alleged copyright infringements.

Sony has already consented to perma-
nent injunctions. refraining it from
duplicating or selling. or authorizing the
duplication or sale of copies of sound
recordings, the copyright of which is owned
or licensed to the seven plaintiff com-
panies.

The action was broughtagainst Sony and
an associated company by Polygram.
WEA., RCA. CBS. EMI Australia. Festival
Records and Astor Records

In the New South Wales Supreme Court
Oct. 11. evidence was given that
copyrighted recordings by artists such as
Rod Stewart. Donna Summer. Linda
Ronstadt. Bob Dylan. Little River Band. Mi-
Sex and Jon English were duplicated in
Sony's Sydney head office.

Sony consented to permanent injuctions
and also agreed to a court order awarding
costs to the plaintiffs.

Counsel for the record companies. P.G.
Hely QC. told the court his clients were
seeking substantial damages for the

flagrant breach of the plaintiff's
copyright.

John Hayes. executive director of the
Australian Recording Industry Association
(ARIA). which co-ordinated the case

against Sony, said it was the first time he'd
ever heard of such acase. telling Cash Box.
“Our tawyers have instructed Sony's
lawyers that we won't settle for less than $1
million. We're seeking damages in two
areas — for copyright infringement and
punitive damages.”

Acting on information received. Hayes
went to Sony’s head office in Sydney. “In
the sales and service department they had
a hi-speed tape duplicating machine on
display. bearing a sign which said ‘cassette
copy service this hi-speed copier
available for customer use.'” Hayes
claimed.

"I produced some music cassettes of Jon
English's latest double album and a Rod
Stewart one. and they put my cassettes into
the machine and copied them. | paid the
fee. which was the cost of a blank cassette.
and that was that. | went back a couple of
days later and went through the same
procedure with some other cassettes.

“Quite simply they were providing a tape
duplication service to the public.

According to Hayes. Sony offered no
resistance in court it's expected to be
several months before the question of
damages comes before the courts.

“Our laywers and Sony’s lawyers are ex-
changing documents at the moments and it
won't be until next year beforeit's all sorted
out.” Hayes said. "But the most serious
aspect of the case has already been dealt
with.’

These affiliates, plus April Music Israel
(whose general manager is Ran Kedar), will
report to the regional vice president of CSI,
Jeremy Pearce, located in Paris, who in
turn reperts to the vice president of CSI,
Harvey Shapiro, in New York. The
reporting: structure mirrors that of CBS
Records International and will ensure that
affiliates feel part of an international
organization and strengthen administrative
and creative ties between them. In addition
to increased activity with local writers, it is
intended that CSI affiliates will increase
their exploitation of other areas, such as
advertising jingles, film and TV
soundtracks. and sheet music, all of which
will be approached on an international
rather than country-by-country basis. CSI
will also look to acquire important
American, British and other catalogs for
sub-publishing in Europe.

Pearce states that in addition to a very
strong administration, CSI offers the
original publisher the advantage of a cen-
tral organization to negotiate any agree-
ments and to cover creative and ad-
ministrative matters. thus saving the
necessity of negotiating and following up a
dozen or more separate sub-publishing
agreements for individual territories. All

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NARM Regional Draw 3300;
Retailers Ask Hard Questions

back to the fundamentals of merchandis-
ing,” he commented.

Another factor in the success of the
regionals, he said, is the fact that retail
chains are "piggybacking” their own inter-
nal meetings onto them. For example, Joe
Bressiand Larry Mundorf of Stark/Camelot
attended every regional in the areas where
their stores are located and held meetings
with their store managers at the regionals.
Other companies '“piggybacking’ the
NARM regionals included Korvettes,
Record Bar and Disc Records.

Finally, Cohen said, NARM's decision
to regionalize its own staff has helped get
out the troops for these meetings. When
Cohen joined NARM in 1977, there were
four staffers; by the end of this year, there
willbe 12. Each of Cohen’s assistantsis now
assigned a specific market or area of the
country, and regularly calls retailers and
wholesalers in that market to find out what
their needs are. This year-round visibility of
NARM at the grassroots level, said Cohen,
has generated a lot of interest in the
regionals.

Monthly Meetings?

The next step beyond the regionalization
of his own staff, indicated Cohen, would be
the establishment of regional NARM chap-
ters. If such chapters were formed, he
noted, they coutd have monthly meetings
which would provide an opportunity for the
record retailers to get together with local
radio and media people, as well as bankers
and representatives of local government.

Some of this year’s regionals have at-
tracted a good number of radio people.
said Cohen. He added, however, that
NARM is not making a pitch for more radio
representation at its meetings because
manufacturers would pay too much atten-
tion to the radio people and not enough to
the retailers. Cohen stressed the fact that
the NARM regionals are designed
specifically to meet the needs of regular
members rather than those of their sup-
pliers.

The total cost of presenting this year's
regionals was approximately $125,000, ex-
clusive of the cost of the audio-visual
presentation on merchandising. The funds
for this activity, said Cohen, came from
dues and convention revenue; nothing was
charged for attending the regionals. Next
year, though, the NARM board of directors
is considering charging a moderate fee.
The proceeds would be used to finance
part of NARM’s gift-giving campaign, which
is expected to benefit the entire industry.
Cohen added that members might be
charged a lower fee than non-members as
an incentive to boost membership.

Next year's regionals will again be held
during August, September and October.
Cohen said he didn’'t expect there to be
meetings in any new sites, since the addi-
tion of more cities to the NARM tour route
might reduce attendance at current loca-
tions.

‘Adversary Relationship’

Cohen freely admitted that an adversary
relationship between retailers and sup-
pliers has been evidenced at every NARM
regional (see separate story on New York
regional). Confrontations have emerged on
a wide range of issues, including returns,
defective records, sporadic release
schedules on superstar product, reduced
advertising and merchandising support,
and poor coordination between radio
promotion and product release at retail.

Nevertheless, Cohen saw this type of dis-
cussion as essentially healthy for the in-
dustry. The accounts are frustrated about
what they perceive as alack of communica-
tion between them and the manufacturers,
he said, and the regionals give them an op-
portunity to tell the supptiers what's hap-

pening on the street. Cohen added that,
despite some angry exchanges at those
meetings, there has been no “loss of
respect” for the other side by either dealers
or suppliers.

A vivid example of the kind of in-
terchange that occurs at the regionals was
provided at the Philadelphia meeting,
which featured a question-and-answer ses-
sion as part of the manufacturers’ panel
session. Moderator Jerry Richaman, owner
of the Richman Bros. one-stop, sparked a
heated discussion by askinng the label ex-
ecutives, "If you're going to limit returns,
are you going to back it up with fill?”

Ron Piccolo, regional vice president of
CBS Records, replied that CBS is trying to
improve its service. He claimed 97-98% fill
on hit product, although he admitted that
there has been some delay in filling midline
orders. When Richman countered that CBS
catalog servicing has been “terrible,” Pic-
colo said there were "“highs and lows in
production schedules.”

Pete Stocke, regional branch manager
for MBA Corp., noted that WEA is about to
break ground for a new service facility in
Mt. Laurel,New Jersey which will help them
provide area retailers with better fill. He
also referred to the construction of the new
Specialty Records plant on Olyphant,
Pennsylvania (Cash Box, October 27). He
admitted, however, that WEA's fill is not
always what it should be, especially in the
area of tape cassettes.

After this, a number of retailers took the
floor. A Harmony Hut store manager
pleaded for more efficient shipping so that
he wouldn't have to over-order in expecta-
tion of a delay in receiving the product. He
added many retailers were panicking
because they wanted to have the product in
their stores but were atraid to overbuy, es-
pecially in light of the return ceilings that
some labels will institute after January 1.

A couple of other dealers suggested
ways in which manufacturers could help
retailers improve sales and profit margins.
One idea was to put ceilings on record
production and promotion costs so that the
labels could charge prices that the public
can afford. Another retailer advocated in-
stitutional ads on hit product that would
avoid any mention of specific retail prices; if
this were done, he asserted, retailers could
charge reasonable prices for the hits as
well as for catalog product.

A couple of the label execs on the panel
said they felt that such comments provided
valuable feedback which they would
transmit to the top level of their own com-
panies. But some of the smaller shopow-
ners at the meeting maintained that the
manufacturers don't really care about them
and their problems.

The most vocal of these dealers accused
the labels of unethical deals with certain ac-
counts. “How come some of these guys are
selling records for less than | can buy them
for?” he asked. He also charged the record
companies with price-fixing, noting that the
majors tend to raise their prices by the
same amount at about the same time. And
he suggested that, in the future, meetings
like the NARM regionals be boycotted by
the smaller dealer "because they're just
whitewash.”

Richman replied that he had been trying
to pose some hard questions to the label
execs, but he knew that the record com-
panies wouldn’t do anything about most of
these problems. Piccolo strenously objec-
ted to this assertion. He pointed out thatitis
the manufacturers who “pick up the tab” for
developing new talent, for making credit
available to their accounts, and so on. He
added that, while the labels might not“have
all the answers” to problems like defectives
and returns, they were trying their best to
come up with equitable solutions.

Although the initial
investment is high the properly selected
equipment can pay for itself in a relatively
short period of time.

IV. Parts. Since there are many sources
and varying prices for electronic parts, try
contacting some of the companies that are
parts specialists. (Your mechanics should
first survey the type of equipment you
operate in order to determine what specific
spare parts should be kept on hand.)

V. Employing Service Personnel. Don't be
afraid of training your own staff, as service
personnel is your most critical problem
area. Other good recruiting sources are
technical schools, vocational high schools,
etc.

VI. Conclusion. Remember, a well run ser-
vice department is the life-line of your
business. In addition to being a profit cen-
ter, your service department can save
many headaches and help to retain your

clients.

workers.

Most of these employees started with
Gremlin after graduating from the orienta-
tion and employment program. Several
minority workers have already proved
themselves capable of handling more
responsibility and, therefore, have become
group leaders in the areas of quality con-
trol, sub-assembly (manufacturing of metal
parts and wiring), electronic assembly
(inspection and design of circuit boards)
and testing, according to Nishimura.

The training program is financed by the
federal government, conducted by the
community colleges throughout the area
and supervised by the Welfare Department.
Family heads are especially selected for the
school so their eventual employment will
take care not only of themselves but take
members of their families off welfare.

The language needed for the specific job
skill is taught. For example, students who
are placed in electronic assembly at
Gremlin, must learn about semantics and
application of words like components, tran-
sistors and circuit boards and the entire
methcdology of applying these words to
working ability.

Gremlin plans to keep this program in
operation and as the company expands, sO
will the quality of the minority manpower.

guest had the ability to write long lasting
songs. Later that year, Messina took
Loggins, who had no manager and was
totally unfamiliar with the business, into the
studio and proposed the old jazz-concept
idea of sitting in on each other’s projects.
The result of the first production was the
ground breaking “Sittin’ In" LP, which
stayed on the charts 152 weeks and even-
tually went platinum.

Loggins & Messina proved to be Poco's
alter ego as the duo kept the forerunner's
spirited, high energy good time feel. but
translated itinto a bright pop sound thatap-
pealed to a wide range of tastes and
demographics. The duo stayed together
from 1971-76, cut eight albums and gar-
nered gold record awards for “Loggins &
Messina,” and “On Stage” and platinum
certifications for the first LP, “Full Sail” and
an album that Messina terms "a musical
pearl,” “Mother Lode.”

The guitarist/songwriter is still perform-
ing such L&M classic as "Angry Eyes,” “To
Be Free.” “Changes,” "You Need A Man”
and "Peace Of Mind"” while on tour with his
new band. The group consists of bassist
Wayne Nelson, keyboardist Jim Struder,
drummer Tony Moreno, trumpeter Jeff
Elliott and saxaphonist Craig Thomas.

"It's a hot street band,” stated Messina
“They are players who have never recorded
or toured before, and they are in love with
what they are doing. Their energy is in-
credible’

Natural Sound

Throughout his recording career,
Messina has shunned the technological
side of the studio and preferred a warm,
natural sound. Like the past efforts, "Oasis”
has very few overdubs, and the album was
recorded live in the studio to capture that
feeling of spontaneity that has marked the
majority of Messina’s recordings.

“l got so bored with overdubbing while
working as an engineer years ago that |
questioned the wvalidity of the
musicianship."” said Messina. “So, when
Kenny and | got together, | got us a place
where we could rehearse until everything
was perfect. Then we wentin and recorded
the album in one time. From that day on in
1971 I've kept that concept. | can take that
documented event and reproduce it
onstage.”

Messina and his band are currently on
the last leg of a tour that has taken
them to Oregon.
