An informal 
survey of several retailers found business on the 
upswing already, with hopes high for matching past 
holiday sales figures. 

But, the key to success during this particular 
season is aggressive merchandising. Constant and 
creative advertising, unique product sales and in- 
novative attention grabbers are not only recom- 
mended, but required activities this holiday season. 
The record industry is fighting for a shrinking dollar, 
and with proper promotional methods, can hold its 

own in the battle. 
Records continue to be an unparalleled enter- 

tainment value, but this phrase never gets beyond 

the offices of industry personnel. The consumer, 
who currently does not agree with this statement, 
must be convinced of its veracity. The industry has 

taken steps to offer incentives on new artists or cer- 
tain catalog by reducing list prices, but more people 
than students of the trade must be aware of these 
new programs. 

While the NARM Gift -giving campaign is not 
slated to start until early next year, it is not too early 
to think of industry -wide promotion. Include holiday 
artwork on print and TV ads to remind buyers that 
records are ideal presents. It is also important for 
clerks at retail to push for that second or third album 
sale, which adds up to profit at the end of the 
season.

CRT Home Taping Survey 
Reflects Current Public Mood 

by Joanne Ostrow 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - Who is taping what 
kind of music at home? How much and how 
often? A survey of home taping com- 
missioned by the Copyright Royalty 
Tribunal was released last week and the 
findings won't cheer industry executives. 
Among the highlights, based on a 
nationwide sample of 1,500 people over 14 
years of age (at least 500 of them 
teenagers): 

Rock music is by far the most common 
type of music taped at home. 

LPs are the most taped; of those who 
tape music, 40% tape mainly parts of 
albums, 35% tape entire albums and 14% 
tape singles. 

Those who tape frequently are more 
likely to tape from radio or TV than from 
borrowed sources. 

Only 7% of respondents are classified 
"frequent music recorders," taping over 10 
hours of music in an average month. 

Live performances are seldom taped. 
Only 9% of respondents, or 21% of those 
who tape music, have taped a live musical 
performance in the past year. 

Perhaps the only good news for the in- 
dustry is the overall low frequency of taping 
music. Slightly less than half the 
households with audio recording equip- 
ment - eight -track, cassette or reel-to-reel - used equipment at all during the past 
year. 

Buying Habits 
The buying habits of the taping public are

The cutbacks encompassed all depart- 
ments including both field staff and home 
office personnel. 

Another label in the midst of making per- 
sonnel adjustments for the coming year is 
Ariola Records, which has made separate 
firings of 29, 10 and 17 (a total of 56 em- 
ployees) in the past month and a half. 

The cutbacks at Ariola involved a large 
percentage of the field staff and a number 
of A&R people. 

sure in infuriate music business chiefs. 
Blank tapes are a major purchase item 
(between one and five a month), and most 
music tapers spend between $5 and $20 a 
month on pre-recorded tapes or records. 
Seven percent buy more than 10 blank 
tapes a month. 

Taping And Purchases 

As expected, taping is a heavy influence 
on their purchases. A key finding of the 
study is that "seventy percent of the music 
tapers say they would have purchased the 
last record or prerecorded tape they taped 
if they had been unable to tape it." In other 
words, every tape they make is an album 
the industry isn't selling. 

Still, the frequent music tapers spend the 
most money on prerecorded music (62% 
spend more than $10 in an average month). 
Of those who buy two or more blank tapes a 
month, 30% spend $11 to $20 on prerecor- 
ded music and 26% spend between $21 
and $50. 

It is safe to conclude that most music 
tapers are building music libraries, that is,

WEA Offering Dealers Bonus 
Incentive For Lower Returns 

by Alan Sutton 
LOS ANGELES - Warner/Elektra/Atlantic 
Corp., in a letter to its accounts accom- 
panied by statistical examples, last week 
unveiled a new return policy that is 
markedly different from return guidelines 
previously posted by CBS, Polygram and 
RCA. 

The WEA policy, which takes effect Dec. 
31, is unlike the other major distributors' 
programs in that it does not include a ceil- 
ing on returns. Instead, WEA has es- 
tablished a returns "credit" based on gross 
purchases and a returns "charge" for all 
return authorizations (RA). 

In the case of retailers, the returns credit 
will be .9%. Wholesalers will receive a 1.1% 
credit, while for combination wholesale - 
retail operations these percentages will ap- 
ply according to the percent of involvement 
in each category. All credit calculations will 
be included on the customer's regular in- 
voice. 

Additionally, a returns charge of 5% will 
be deducted from the value of all credit 
memos issued for authorized returns. 

By contrast, CBS and RCA have set 
blanket returns allowances for all 
customers of 20% and 22% respectively, 
while under the Polygram setup the 
allowance varies from 18% to 22% based 
on customer classification. 

Other Differences 
There are other differences between the 

four programs. Singles are excluded by all 
four branch operations and are guaran- 
teed, but new and developmental artist 
product is guaranteed only by CBS, 
Polygram and RCA. 

Under the Polygram and RCA programs, 
return requests must be separated by label 
group. There are no such provisions in the 
CBS and WEA plans. Defectives are in- 
cluded in the return guidelines for all four 
distributors. 

According to executive vice president 
Vic Faraci, customers who keep their 
returns down stand to make money under 
the WEA setup. He pointed out that the 
returns credit will more than offset the 
returns charge if returns fall below 
predetermined "break-even" levels (18% 
for retailers, 22% for wholesalers and 20% 
for hybrids).

"We feel there is no question that people 
will earn a lot on our program in 1980," he 
said. "When you look at the numbers, the 
net result is the more accounts buy, the 
more they sell and the more they earn." 

Taking a hypothetical example, if a retail 
account had gross album and tape 
purchases of $100,000 and returns of 
$14,000, subtracting the returns charge 
($14,000 x 5% = $700) from the returns 
credit ($100,000 x .9% = $900) results in a 
net credit to the account of $200. 

Another key feature of WEA's program, 
Faraci said, is its simplicity. "We didn't want 
to create reams of paperwork for people," 
he said, "so we kept it simple. They (ac- 
counts) don't have to keep any kind of 
records; we do it all. Every single transac- 
tion, whether it is the invoice or credit 
memo, clearly indicates where they stand 
with us on a day to day basis. 

"We have no restrictions, no time limita- 
tions; there is no minimum unit require- 
ment. It is a very sirrrply stated program, 
designed to sell records. And that's why 
we're all in business - to sell profitably."

Cutbacks On New Artists; Economy Blamed 
by Mike Glynn and Frank Sanello 
LOS ANGELES - Recent reductions in 
stock inventories of many artists are being 
attributed to the present soft economy by 
major retailers and rack jobbers across the 
country, according to a Cash Box survey. 

In general, retail and rack account ex- 
ecutives stressed that in order to deal with 
such economic conditions, they have 
become increasingly cautious and selec- 
tive in making purchasing decisions. Ad- 
ditionally, increased handling costs for 
returning unsold goods was stated as a ma- 
jor factor in limiting inventories. 

While retail and label executives sur- 
veyed pointed out that a wide range of acts 
were affected by the reductions, it was 

Odyssey Records 
To Sell Its Stores 
To Pay Its Debts

LOS ANGELES - The 40 -store Odyssey 
Records retail chain will be sold off store by 
store to pay back the company's debts, ac- 
cording to founder -president Rich Bullock. 
The company, which petitioned for 
reorganization of debt under Chapter XI of 
the bankruptcy laws on Nov. 6, faces debts 
in excess of $10 million. 

"The status right now is that the stores 
are going to be sold off individually," 
Bullock stated. "Then with the proceeds 
from the sales, plus the inventory and other 
assets, we should be able to satisfy a good 
deal of the creditors' debt." 

Bullock further stated that a creditors 
committee, appointed Nov. 9 by Federal 
Bankruptcy Judge Lloyd King, has unof- 
ficially approved this course of action and 
that a Plan Of Arrangement will be submit- 
ted to the committee at their next meeting, 
Dec. 13.

limited most severely. 

Retail and rack accounts emphasized 
that limiting inventories on product by new 
artists should not be construed as retalia- 
tion against labels which have instituted 
returns policies, such as CBS, RCA, 
Polygram and, most recently, WEA. 
Pointing out the fact that most of these 
policies do not affect returns of new artists' 
product, they unanimously stated that such 
measures were merely a reaction to the 
sluggish economy. 

"We're selling less volume, period," says 
John Cohen, president of Disc, a 36 -store 
chain based near Cleveland. He adds, "It's 
not necessarily a case of only stocking 
fewer new artists." 

Echoing this general attitude toward the 
economy, Integrity president Lee Hartstone 
says, "Business is soft generally, and we 
can't afford to be wrong any longer." 

No Volume Concern 
While major record label sales and 

marketing executives concurred that racks 
and retailers have limited inventorying 
product by many new artists, the primary 
concern at this point is getting the best 
possible coverage in the greatest number 
of retail outlets for new artists' product 
rather than worrying about volume. 

"A dilligent use and spread of product is 

really the key at this point with new artists," 
says Stan Marshall, vice president of sales 
for Elektra/Asylum Records. 

"We're looking for the best possible 
coverage with the least amount of records. 
Record companies, in the last few years 
have jammed product out there and it's 
been one of the illnesses which has 
plagued the industry." 

Another current problem for the labels in 
gaining retail coverage for new artists is the 
emergence of superstar product on the 
market for the holiday sales season. 

Some record companies, such as 
Chrysalis, have instituted policies where 
they will not release new artists' product af- 
ter September because of heavy competi- 
tion from the superstars. 

"Where could a lot of these new artists go 
with all these heavies out there now? We 
developed this philosophy in all fairness to 
the new acts," explains Sal Licata, senior 
vice president of Chrysalis. "We want to 
give all of our artists, new or established, 
the best possible shot we can." 

Increased Handling Costs 
Apparently, while most major labels 

haven't been severely hurt by the cutback 
on retail inventory, many executives 
recognize that the shorter retail lead is due 
to increased costs in shipping and handling

A&R Execs Veer Away From 
Signing Pure Disco Groups

NEW YORK - A Cash Box survey of 
leading A&R executives has revealed a 
definite bias against signing any more 
disco acts. Due to the increasing trend 
away from disco radio formats, say the ex- 
ecutives, it is becoming harder to get air- 
play on disco records, and fewer disco ar- 
tists are crossing over to the pop market. 

"You could end up with a Top Five disco 
record in the country and sell 50,000 units," 
commented Kenny Buttice, vice president 
of A&R for Elektra/Asylum Records. 
Similarly, Denny Rosencrantz, vice presi- 
dent of A&R for MCA Records, noted that 
sales of 100,000 aren't good enough to 
justify the "tremendous" investment re- 
quired to get a new artist off the ground. 
"You have to have someone who you think 
can be a star," he said. 

Even in the palmy days of disco earlier 
his year, stated Rick Stevens, Polydor's

would be at this moment, when there is a 

tremendous resistance at the Top 40 radio 
level to that kind of product." 

When disco was dominating the charts, 
recalled Stevens, the clubs were providing 
an "alternate exposure medium to break a 

record or to really start a record. So, in- 
stead of having a tremendous concentra- 
tion of 30 people plus independents trying 
to break some secondary or tertiary market 
and then move it on to a bigger market, all 
of a sudden you found yourself with a big 
head start, because major market stations 
like WDLS and WKTU would react to what 
was being played in the clubs. Essentially. 
you could go to the New York disco pool. 
get four or five key clubs on your record. 
and if the initial reaction was positive, you'd 
get radio play from that and the rest of the 
country would reflect what those clubs were 
playing." 

But the situation has changed radically, 
Stevens noted, "Right now the reality in 
radioland - our prime exposure medium - is that they're not particularly interested 
in format disco records... Many stations 
are rebelling against the idea of playing a 

disco record, except the ones they have to 
play, like the Donna (Summer) and Barbra 
(Streisand) record." 

Hit Songs 
The Summer/Streisand duet points up 

an interesting wrinkle in the current status 
of disco: If someone comes along with a 

song that sounds like a hit, a label will 
probably sign them, whether or not the 
music is called "disco." "I think pretty much

Kenny Rogers belongs to that hallowed 
circle of people who can be termed major 
stars in both country and pop fields. Rogers 
is currently occupying the #1 position on 
the Cash Box country album chart with his 
"Kenny" LP.

Rogers recently walked away with the 
Country Music Awards show, which he 
hosted, as he won honors for Best Male 
Vocalist, Album of the Year for "The Gam- 
bler" and Duet of the Year with Dottie West. 
Rogers had been nominated in five 
categories, tops of any of the nominees. 

Rogers began his career at the age of 19. 

It was then that he decided to leave his 
hometown of Houston, Texas and serve a 

stretch with the Bobby Doyle Trio. In 1966 
he joined the New Christy Minstrels. A year 
later, Rogers, Mike Settle, Terry Williams 
and Thelma Camacho left the Minstrels to 
form the First Edition - one of the more 
successful pop/rock bands of the '60s. 

The group achieved national acclaim 
with songs like "Just Dropped In To See 
What Condition My Condition Was In," 
"Ruby (Don't Take Your Love To Town)," 
"Tell It All Brother," "Heed The Call," 
"Reuben James" and "Something's Bur- 
nin'." 

The band moved away from the hard 
rock sound as it moved into the '70s and 
closer to the mellow country sound with 
each successive release. Kenny made the 
progression toward country complete 
when the band broke up and he signed with 
United Artists Records and producer Larry 
Butler. 

The new combination proved winning as 
the two scored with hits like "Love Lifted 
Me," "Laura" and '"While The Feeling's 
Good." Then came Roger's version of 
"Lucille" which propelled him into the 
superstar catagory.

The Inmates 
When Polydor/Radar Records released 

the debut album by The Inmates last 
month, progressive programmers quickly 
embraced the LP for a number of reasons. 
To begin with, the album, called "First Of- 
fence," makes a persuasive argument for 
the group's songwriting talent and their 
brand of tight, mid -'60s -style rhythm-and- 
blues in the hallowed tradition of the Rolling 
Stones. Also, their exciting covers of such 
R&B classics as Don Covay's "Three Time 
Loser," Arthur Conley's "Love Got Me," and 
The Standells' "Dirty Water" further en- 
deared them to programmers, who made 
the album Cash Box's number one most 
added LP the week of its release. 

Peter Gunn, the group's principal 
songwriter and lead guitarist, explains that, 
while the band's "policy" will always be 
geared to developing original material, "it 
was important to us that we cover good 
songs that have stood the test of time. 
These were songs that weren't manufac- 
tured in the studio or written to please a 
particular market. They were recorded by 
artists who wanted to please themselves, 
and we're the same way." 

Bill Hurley, the group's lead vocalist, sur- 
mises that "the reason programmers in the 
U.S. are latching onto the band is because 
the type of music we play hasn't been heard 
here since the mid -'60s, when the Stones 
and the Animals were popular. And with the 
spirit of the new wave, people were looking 
for something fresh. That's what R&B is all 
about - it's powerful music, straight from 
the heart." 

The Inmates formed in the summer of 
1977, when Gunn, Hurley, and rhythm 
guitarist Tony Oliver, who were part of a 
band called the Flying Tigers at the time, 
began playing support dates on the London 
club scene with John Bull, who was drumm- 
ing for The Wild Angels. "The climate for 
R&B wasn't right," Gunn recalls. "It was still 
the dawn of the punks, who we weren't par- 
ticularly adverse to. It's just that we didn't 
feel like playing that type of music. One 
good thing that can be said about the punk 
movement, though, was that it blew away 
the slick -sounding bands of the mid -'70s, 
who were making the same formularized 
music that made them successful in the first 
place. It was music that had simply run its 
course." 

Once the group achieved headline status 
on the London club scene, they performed 
an unadvertised college gig outside of Lon- 
don that was attended by a journalist from 
the New Musical Express. The piece in- 
terested Andrew Lauder, director of A&R 
for Radar, who signed the band to the label 
in May of this year. Their LP, which was 
recorded during the summer, was 
produced by Vic Maile at Jacksons Studio 
in Rickmansworth, England, and features 
The Rumour's brass section on several 
cuts. 

The Inmates, who derived their name 
from a snippet of dialogue in the film 
"Jailhouse Rock," recently completed their 
first major British jaunt, which was billed as 
the "Good Behavior" tour. They are ten- 
tatively set to perform at New York's Riker's 
Island when they make their first U.S. visit in 
December. "We're prepared to give our 
audiences more excitement than they're 
ordinarily used to," Gunn insists. "No tricks, 
frills, or dry ice. Just back to the basics." 

Prince 
Prince is somewhat of a wunderkind on 

the contemporary music scene. At the ten- 
der age of 19, he is already an ac- 
complished multi -instrumentalist, 
producer, arranger and composer. With 
last year's "For You" LP and his current 
self -titled LP to his credit, Prince is now en- 
joying his first hit single, the rhythmically 
sensuous "I Wanna Be Your Lover,"which is 
currently bulleting at #3 on the Cash Box 
B/C singles chart and recently crossed 
over to pop. 

The son of a jazz bandleader in Min- 
neapolis, Prince began his musical career 
at the age of seven by starting to play the 
piano. Since his mother was a singer for his 
father's band, he was constantly surroun- 
ded by music and rapidly began to pick up 
bits and pieces of songs. However, Prince 
soon felt musically cloistered in Min- 
neapolis and, oddly enough, turned to the 
television for inspiration. 

"It was hard absorbing a lot of musical in- 
fluences in Minneapolis," says the shy, 
reserved Prince. "I stopped buying records 
when I reached 11 because they always 
arrived so late. I was frustrated. So, a lot of 
the music I picked up was from television." 

After one unsatisfying lesson, Prince 
decided to teach himself how to play, 
spending numerous hours in his room, 
honing and developing his musicianship to 
the point where he became adept at playing 
27 different instruments. Still, he needed an 
outlet for his prodigious skills and decided 
to form a band while at Bryant Junior High 
School. The band, Grand Central, changed 
its name to Shampagne when he and the 
other members graduated to Central High 
School. 

When Prince decided to make his first 
demo tapes in a small local studio, he was 
introduced to synthesizers. His affection for 
the versatile electronic instrument grew in- 
creasingly, to the point where its sounds now 
permeate much of the material on his LPs. 

"I like synthesizers because I can't play 
the trombone," says Prince wryly. "I don't 
like horns very much and you can't bend 
notes on them like you can on a 
synthesizer." 

Armed with his demos, Prince and his 
manager, since -departed, travelled west 
and immediately received offers from four 
major record labels. According to Prince, 
landing a record contract was easy in com- 
parison to persuading label execs to allow 
his to produce his own album. 

"They told me that I couldn't, at first," he 
stated. "I had to go in and then they 
watched me play all the instruments and 
produce. First they said yes, and then they 
changed their minds. I had to go through 
the whole thing again to convince them I 

could do it." 
Prince pointed out that it was originally 

"out of necessity" that he cut the "For You" 
LP by himself, since he hadn't put together 
a band at the time. He liked the results, 
though, and so did his label, Warner Bros. 
"For You" yielded a B/C radio hit, "Soft And 
Wet." That allowed him to repeat his solo 
effort on "Prince." 

Now, after assembling a band of fellow 
Minneapolis musicians, Prince is taking his 
show on the road for the first time. 

"I feel comfortable with this band 
because I think they know where I'm going," 
Prince confidently states. 

ART DIRECTOR'S PROFILE 

John Kosh: From `Abbey Road' 
To The Grammys By Design

LOS ANGELES - If it's possible to visualize 
it, chances are that John Kosh can design a 
better one. An award -winning art director in 
the music industry, Kosh's multi -faceted 
talents have been applied to a variety of 
projects over the years, including album 
covers, promotional graphics, labels, logos 
and the interior of Flipper's Roller Disco in 
L.A. 

"I like to get my hands on a range of 
products," Kosh explains. "The diversity, in 
addition to offering new challenges, helps 
in the overall sense. The experiences mean 
that if you want to do something that's never 
been done before, you're probably better 
equipped to do it than somebody else." 

With over 60 album covers to his credit, 
Kosh has indeed been an innovative force 
in the industry - breaking new ground 
numerous times with such projects as the 
Beatles' "Abbey Road," Linda Ronstadt's 
"Simple Dreams" (for which he won a 
Grammy), and Rod Stewart's "Atlantic 
Crossing" and Melissa Manchester's 
"Singin' " (both of which received Grammy 
nominations). 

Kosh's first project, the "Abbey Road" 
cover, certainly set the tone for the career 
that was to follow. Infamous for the alleged 
message that "Paul is dead," the "Abbey 
Road" cover provided an auspicious debut 
into the record industry for the young Kosh. 

"It was the most wonderful piece of self - 
promoting publicity that I've ever seen in 
my whole life," Kosh recalls. "It was a 
publicist's dream, and the fact that the

Non -Profit Organization 
Exempted By IRS Ruling 
WASHINGTON, D.0 - Non-profit 
organizations that record and distribute 
contemporary, symphonic and chamber 
music qualify for tax exempt status, the In- 
ternal Revenue Service announced last 
week. 

Exemptions 
Recordings which fall under the IRS rul- 

ing are music of limited commercial value 
and music sold mostly to libraries and 
educational institutions. The ruling covers 
new works of unrecognized composers and 
neglected works of established authors. 
The IRS noted its decision has no effect on 
artists', composers' or publishers' 
royalties. 

OCMP Holds First Meet 
LOS ANGELES - The Organization of 
Creative Music Publishers (OCMP) held its 
first meeting Nov. 14 to discuss the group's 
desire to educate the songwriting com- 
munity to the duties of the full service music 
publisher and to express its concern over 
the growing involvement of copyright ad- 
ministrators in music publishing. 

The event was chaired by OCMP 
founding committee members Billy Meshel 
(Arista Music), Steve Bedell (Rick's 
Music/Cafe Americana), Irwin Mazur

RCA/Fisher-Price 
Combine Forces 
On Muppet Album 
LOS ANGELES - RCA Records, in con- 
junction with Fisher-Price Toys, has em- 
ployed a four -phase marketing campaign 
in support of the album, "A Christmas 
Together," featuring John Denver and the 
Muppets and tied to an ABC-TV Christmas 
special with Denver and the Muppets to air 
Dec. 5. 

The Fisher-Price connection was the first 
phase of the campaign that began in Sep- 
tember with the toy manufacturer using 
promotional albums to advise customers of 
the forthcoming TV special as well as the 
album. RCA used the Fisher-Price Muppet 
toys for in-store display purposes at record 
retailers and for consumer prizes. 

The second phase was aimed at the non - 
record buyer and/or Muppets fans with 
special bins devised to hold albums and 
Muppets toys in toy stores and department 
stores. These cross -merchandising bins 
set up at the point of purchase were 
designed to make the album known to 
those people buying toys, etc. 

Next Phase 
The next phase was to involve the Pico 

Watch Company, manufacturers of Muppet 
character watches. Unable to meet the 
already huge demand for the watches, the 
company was given 2,000 posters to be dis- 
tributed throughout the country in various 
jewelry outlets. 

Phase four was the actual region by 
region branch bombardments of this pro- 
ject, which has saturated every market in- 
volved. Re -orders have already been 
placed on the album, "A Christmas 
Together," and a single, "Have Yourself a 
Merry Little Christmas/We Wish You A 
Merry Christmas," is being released this 
week. 

Jazz Dominates Hall 
Of Fame Submissions 
LOS ANGELES - Over 440 entries have 
been submitted by members of the 
National Academy of Recording Arts & 
Sciences for its Recording Hall of Fame. 
The predominating entry belongs to the 
jazz field. 

Only entries released before the beginn- 
ing of the Grammy Awards in 1958 are eligi- 
ble for consideration. Twenty-five finalists 
will be selected by the 91 -member Hall of 
Fame Elections Committee. 

Status Of MCA, 
Butterfly Unclear

NEW YORK - At press time, MCA and But- 
terfly Records had not resolved the ques- 
tion of whether Butterfly will remain a dis- 
tributed label or will be recast as a produc- 
tion company. 

Although David Jackson, vice president 
of business affairs for MCA, denied that 
such discussions were taking place, com- 
pany sources confirmed a statement made 
earlier by A.J. Cervantes, president of But- 
terfly, that those negotiations are in fact go- 
ing on. 

According to Cervantes, Butterfly's 
problems stem from lagging collection pay- 
ments by MCA which have resulted in But- 
terfly's inability to pay its creditors. A 
production deal, by contrast, would allow 
Butterfly to receive more upfront money. 

In an interview with Cash Box, Jackson 
corroborated earlier statements by MCA Dist. 
president Al Bergamo, in which Bergamo 
denied that Butterfly's cash flow problems 
and a revised relationship between the two 
labels were the topic of discussion. 

Norman Kunin, vice chairman of Butter- 
fly, told Cash Box that "we're still in negotia- 
tions, although I don't know whether they 
have at this time swung towards our 
remaining a label or becoming a produc- 
tion firm." 

According to Jackson, Butterfly owes 
MCA "about eight albums" under the terms 
of their deal, and, he said "we expect them 
to live up to it." 

Columbia Releases 
Ballet LP Package 
NEW YORK - Columbia Masterworks has 
released "Dancer's Choice - The Ballet in 
Music and Pictures," which includes a 60 - 
page art book, written by ballerina Vera 
Zorina, who also narrates the two -record 
set. The package, which features highlights 
from 20 popular ballets performed by eight 
of the world's leading orchestras, is the 
newest addition to the CBS Legacy Series 
and lists for $26.98. 

Lavish Illustrations 
The art book, which is printed on deluxe 

paper, contains over 200 photographs, 
drawings, paintings, and lithographs of 
such dance greats as Mikhail Baryshnikov, 
Rudolph Nureyev, Margot Fonteyn, Lynn 
Seymour, Alicia Alonso, Cynthia Gregory, 
Gelsey Kirkland, and Galina Ulanova. 

In support of "Dancer's Choice," CBS 
Records has launched an extensive 
marketing campaign, including print ad- 
vertising in major newspapers, national 
dance magazines and concert programs, 
and radio advertising in key markets. In- 
store merchandising materials will include 
4x4 posters and browser copies. 

ASCAP To Distribute 
$942,600 To Writers 
NEW YORK -A total of $942,600 in cash 
grants will be distributed by ASCAP 
through 1980 to writer members whose 
works were used in the Society's sample 
survey. The awards were announced at the 
annual meeting of the organization's Pop- 
ular and Standard Awards Panels. 

Continuing Commitment 
Commenting on the awards, which will 

be distributed to authors, theatrical com- 
posers, and writers in such fields as jazz, 
disco, country, Latin, and rock music. 
Stanley Adams, president of ASCAP, said, 
"These grants underscore the Society's 
continuing commitment to excellence and 
its faith in the progress of all types of 
music." Since 1960, approximately $14 
million in cash grants have been distributed 
to member writers, in addition to perfor- 
mance fees paid for the use of the writers' 
work in the sample survey. 

MOVE OVER KISS, TELL ALICE COOPER THE NEWS - Rock as shock, sex, 
violence, and theatrics, turned up to ear-splitting volume. Has it not always been so? 
Not like The Plasmatics. Three television sets glare on the middle of the stage. Enter 
scantily clad lead singer Wendy Williams, sledgehammer in hand.

And if that doesn't get you off, there's guitarist Richie Stotts. sporting a mohawk haircut 
dyed blue, and wearing a dress and black panty hose. Then - the moment the crowd 
has been waiting for - a dropcloth is lifted - unveiling a Cadillac Coup de Ville 

onstage. Wendy smashes the Caddy's 
windshield with her sledgehammer and 
then proceeds to toss sticks of 
dynamite inside until the car is com- 
pletely demolished. The crowd is on its 
feet, and Wendy ends the show by carv- 
ing the group's instruments in half with a 
chain saw ... This all took place at the 
Palladium in New York, in front of a pay- 
ing crowd of over 2,000 people. The 
Plasmatics have no record deal at the 
moment, but manager Rod Swenson 
says that now that the group has es- 
tablished their own independent base, 
they're ready to talk. "We want the kind 
of company that sees the act as we do - 
a news item, not just another rock band - and who are willing to put their finan- 
cial muscle behind us promotionally. 
We see the Plasmatics as becoming a 

major world wide rock and roll attraction in the '80s." Meanwhile, Swenson is planning 
tours for the band in Japan and the Midwest. 
NEW YORK NOTES - "Concert for a Non -Nuclear Decade" will be held January 4 at 
Town Hall in New York City. The guest artists include Dean Friedman, John Hammond, 
Carolyne Mas and Don McLean. All proceeds will go to the SHAD Alliance, a local anti- 
nuclear group. The producer of the concert is Ted Geir, a 19 -year -old junior at 
Fordham University ... A new one-man show, highlighting the life of Woodie Guthrie. 
premieres at the Cherry Lane Theatre in Greenwich Village November 26. Tom Taylor 
stars ... A noteworthy bill at the Bottom Line on Tuesday, November 27: the New York 
debut of Clannad, one of Ireland's most popular and highly acclaimed bands, who 
specialize in traditional Celtic folk music. Opening their show will be Jack Hardy, a pop- 
ular and highly acclaimed New York balladeer who has been an important influence on 
Steve Forbert ... The country and

ELO'S GREATEST HITS - Jet FZ 36310 - Producer: Jeff

This dynamic greatest hits package covers the symphonic 
rock band's tracks from 1973-78. Mastermind Jeff Lynne com- 
posed all the tunes, and the gritty early days numbers like "Ma - 
Ma -Ma Belle" and "Showdown" still rank as Electric Light 
classics, and contrast nicely with the modern day sound and ' 
fury of "Rockaria" and "Turn To Stone." Lynne has always com- 
posed rock songs with a classical sensibility, and the string con- 
cept has continually brought a "strange magic" to the group's 
platinum sound. 

GREATEST HITS VOL. 2 - ABBA - Atlantic SD 160009 - 
Producers: Benny Andersson & Bjorn Ulvaeus - List: 8.98 

,This is the second "greatest hits" package from the pop 
genius called ABBA; there will, no doubt, be many more. The 
fourteen tracks contained herein cover the albums "ABBA," 
"Arrival," "The Album" and its latest "Voulez -Vous." This en- 
core grab-bag of stellar singles and key album cuts (minus "Hey 
Hey Helen") is a brilliant summation of a group that is undoub- 
tedly on the brink of even bigger breakthroughs in the future.

Walden is one of the most refreshing and uplifting R&B 
singers to come along in sometime.

01' Neil serves up 
some chestnuts like "When You Dance I Can Really Love," and 
"The Loner" in perfect frantic fashion, and also renders some 
letter perfect versions of "Needle And The Damage Done" and 
"Sugar Mountain." After more than a decade he still remains 
one of rock's greatest singer/songwriters and, judging by this 
"Rust" tour album, most engaging performers.

This group (in various configurations) has been dishing out 
its engaging brand of progressive bubble gum for more than 
seven years now, and the album is a testament to its position as 
one of the wackiest and wittiest British pop ensembles ever to 
cross the Atlantic.

Stranger To Love." Ayers' mellow moving voice is the album's 
focal point, and his fluid keyboard and vibe work is miles away 
from his wilder jazz days. However the improvisational themes 
of his roots are still present. "What You Won't Do For Love," 
"Shack Up, Pack Up, It's Up (When I'm Gone)" and "Don't Hide 
Your Love" pace the LP. 

PRESSURE - MCA -3195 - Producer: Ronnie Laws - List:

This is the perfect album for a lazy Saturday afternoon sax 
break. Law's mellow sax floats on top of the light 
keyboard/rhythm guitar -oriented compositions.

Agora Expands With Clubs 
In Fla. And With TV Show

NEW YORK - Agora Inc., Hank LoConti's 
booming, Cleveland -based rock and roll 
empire, is celebrating its 13th anniversary 
by opening two new Agora Ballrooms in 
Florida and negotiating for nationally and 
internationally syndicated versions of its 
local television show "Onstage at the 
Agora." 

The two new Agora Ballrooms will be 
located in Tampa, Florida and on route 95 
in Hallendale, between Miami and Ft. 
Lauderdale. The clubs, which will be co - 
owned by Jack Boyle, who owns Cellar 
Door Productions, are scheduled to open 
before Jan. 1. 

"Onstage at the Agora," a one hour show 
of groups taped in concert at the Agora are 
currently being peddled for overseas and 
domestic syndication by Fremantle Inter- 
national, a New York -based syndicator. 
"Onstage" is currently broadcast on 
WJKW-TV in Cleveland and on Ch. 17, Ted 
Turner's "superstation" in Atlanta. 

Since opening the Cleveland Agora in 
1966, LoConti has expanded his club 
operation to locations in Columbus, 
Youngstown, and Painesville, Ohio, as well 
as Atlanta, Georgia. 

"Our policy has always been to develop 
three very strong nights for local talent, 
where customers can listen or dance to a 
local rock band, and leave several nights 
open for national concerts," LoConti said. 

LoConti stressed that the professional 
outlay of the Agora clubs and the techni- 
cians who work there have been crucial to 
the chain's continuing success. "The most 
important point is that we try to have the 
most professional people in sound, 
lighting, staging and booking. And our 
clubs look nice - the stage is around 20 by 
40, and the dance floor is at least 16 by 40." 

LoConti also believes strongly in tying -in 
with a top local radio station in markets that 
he enters. "It's important to get the shows 
on the air," he stated "and we've tried to do 
this from the beginning." 

In fact, the Agora's radio tie-ins have led 
to the formation of Agora Broadcasting, 
which broadcasts shows to various 
markets around the country. At present, 
LoConti said, approximately 12 stations 
belong to the Agora Radio Network. 

Promotions have also been a basic 
marketing principle for the Agora, ac- 
cording to LoConti. He cites the successful 
"101" promotions held in conjunction with 

radio station WMMS in Cleveland, where 
then -unknown groups could be seen in 
concert for $1.01. Included among the 101 

groups, LoConti recalls, were acts like 
Cheap Trick, Cheech & Chong and Bob 
Seger. 

However, the Agora has also developed 
a reputation for far-sighted regular concert 
bookings. Buddy Mayer, who books acts 
for all the Agora's clubs, cites examples 
such as Bruce Springsteen, Graham 
Parker, Todd Rundgren, and, more recen- 
tly, the Talking Heads, Molly Hatchet, Toto 
and Devo. 

Ticket prices, LoConti believes, also 
work in the Agora's favor. "Sure people are 
spending less money on expensive con- 
certs," he said, "but when they can come to 
club for $4.50 apiece, they're paying less 
than at some movie theatres." 

Other Ventures 
Agora Inc. is also involved in two outside 

promotion ventures. In Atlanta, LoConti 
works with Rich Floyd and promotes shows 
at the Omni or at the Fox Theatre. And this 
summer, Agora Productions put on two 
outdoor shows during the summer in 
Legend Valley, Ohio, an outdoor 
amphitheatre. 

The concerts, which featured 
supergroups like the Allman Brothers, The 
Cars, Cheap Trick and Eddie Money 
averaged over 40,000, and LoConti plans to 
produce at least three shows at Legend 
Valley in 1980. 

The final jewel in Agora Inc.'s crown is 
Agency Recording, headed by Arnie 
Rosenberg, which boasts two 24 track 
studios in Agora's Cleveland headquarters. 

There has also been reports of an Agora 
record label, with Artful Dodger as the 
label's first group. However, LoConti says 
that those plans are only in the "talking 
stages" right now. 

ICM's Schultz Takes 
Charge Of Two Depts. 
NEW YORK - Shelly Schultz, vice presi- 
dent and head of International Creative 
Management's New York contemporary 
music department, has assumed supervi- 
sion of ICM's New York clubs department 
as well. 

Schultz, who has been with ICM and its 
predecessor IFA for over ten years, was 
previously involved with the music divisions 
of Management 3 and CAC. 

Publishers' Assn. Declares 
War On Photocopying 

by Don Cusic 
NASHVILLE - In what appears to be a 

future battle about unauthorized 
photocopying, Leonard Feist of the 
National Music Publishers' Association and 
Dean Burtch of the Music Publishers' 
Association issued a joint statement last 
week that read "Hundreds of U.S. music 
publishers across the country are being 
asked to report immediately any incident of 
unauthorized duplication which they them- 
selves observe or which comes to their at- 
tention." 

In essence, this means that NMPA and 
MPA have elected to go after consumers - 
many of them churches and schools - to 
stop the photocopying of music. The new 
federal copyright statute, instituted on Jan. 
1, 1978 provides for statutory damages of 
$250 to $10,000 per infringement and as 
much as $50,000 per infringement if the 
court determines that the defendants' of- 
fense was willful. So far, no cases have 
been brought but Feist admits "we're look- 
ing for the right case now to set a prece- 

dent. 
The publishing associations have made 

the decision to search for consumer viola- 
tions rather than building a case where the 
photocopying manufacturers would be 
held liable for the use of their machines and 
their technology.

New Country Nightclub 
Set To Open In Reseda 
LOS ANGELES - Chuck Landis, co-owner 
of the Roxy, will open a new Las Vegas -style 
country music nightclub in Reseda early 
next year. The Country Club, which will be 
the new venue's namesake, will be located 
in a newly constructed building on Sher- 
man Way in Reseda, and it will be capable 
of accomodating 1,000 patrons. The Club 
will most likely be run in ,he style of the 
Roxy with admission and cover charges, 
and will book such top country talent as 
Willie Nelson, Kenny Rogers and Waylon 
Jennings. 

THE CHEAP POLICE - A&M new wave darlings The Police held an L.A. press 
conference Nov. 20 and proved once and for all that it is an economical band in every 
sense of the word. The threesome's tight, simple reggae rock arrangements are fast 
making it one of the most commercially successful new wave bands on the current 
music scene (It's "Regatta De Blanc" LP is presently at #29 bullet on the Cash Box Pop 
Album chart). Aside from its inventive reggae explorations, perhaps the most prece- 
dent setting feature is the group's budget. The Police caravan (a basic guitar, bass, 
drum setup) is easy on label tour support as it consists of a station wagon, an equipment 
trailer, two roadies and the band, and its two albums "Outlandos D'Amour" (recorded 
for $6,000) and "Reggatta De Blanc" (recorded for $10,000) were refreshingly low- 
priced as far as studio cost is concerned. It is the low budget principal on which the 
budding N.Y.C.-based label IRS was founded. "There are no huge advances or deci- 
sions about what market a band will be good for," said Mlles Copeland, Police manager 
and head of IRS, Inc. "We don't try to alter a band's style by deciding to groom 
them for Top 40." The label avoids what Copeland terms "Foreigner Clone" syndrome 
by allowing groups like Fashion, The Cramps and Wazmo Nariz to flourish creatively, 
and by spending less than $10,000 on recording a group, "we haven't had an unsuc- 
cessful act yet," beamed Copeland. If a new band starts acquiring a bigger audience 
(i.e. The Police), then IRS can combine with A&M. The Police, which has already 
promoted less noted IRS bands like Fashion and Wazmo Nariz by touring with them, 
went to jail Nov. 23 as performers and hopefully as A&R men. The group played Ter- 
minal Island prison in San Pedro, and donated $5,000 in musical equipment to the in- 
stitution. It is the group's hope that thé gift will allow musical talent to germinate behind 
penitentiary walls and that a new IRS act might develop. "We've seen some intense art 
going on behind prison walls," said Police drummer Stewart Copeland. "We hope that 

a chance to make music will have cer- 
tain rehabilitative affects on the 
prisoners." The band will also perform 
similar acts of benevolence at penal in- 
stitutions in Britain. Presently the Police 
is set to play Japan in January and then 
(because of its diminutive touring com- 
pany) will make excursions to such ex- 
otic places as Bangkok, Thailand, Cairo 
and Istanbul.

ON JAZZ 
BLAME IT ON THE MAIL - "We're introducing more jazz to more people this way," says 
editor Philip Payne of Time -Life Books and Records, whose "Giants of Jazz" mail-order 
only series just marked its first anniversary. It was on Nov. 6, 1978 that Time -Life mailed its 
first boxed set of Louis Armstrong recordings. Payne told Cash Box, "These records have 
reintroduced some listeners to jazz and acquainted others anew." What Time -Life is after 
is not the "teeny -bucks," but adult dollars. "We're selling a lot of jazz," Payne happily 
stated. And they continue to do so ... by mail. The boxed sets, beautifully mounted with 
complete biographical and historical data, as well as title -by -title musical analyses, include 
releases by such artists as Duke Ellington, Billie Holliday, Bix Beiderbecke, Benny Good- 
man, Coleman Hawkins and Jack Teagarden. Becoming available soon will be: Sidney 
Bechet (January), Benny Carter (February), Earl 'Fatha' Hines (March), and a guitar 
package (June). Generally, the multi -record boxes are issued every six to eight weeks. "I 

can't work faster than that," Payne laments. "There are so many artists I would like to see 
out there." Strangely enough, some of the selections on the disks were overlooked and/or 
tossed aside by the artists themselves, who felt they were unsatisfactory. In at least one in- 
stance (Goodman), certain selections were included against his wishes ... The series is

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SOUNDVEWS 
EMI TO ANNOUNCE ENTRY INTO HOME VID MARKET - Although an official an- 
nouncement is as yet forthcoming, it appears that EMI Videograms, a wing of EMI, Ltd., will 
be making its entry into the U.S. home video software market shortly. EMI Videograms has 
been engaging in market tests since late last summer (Cash Box, Aug. 11) and will now 
release a series of 13 classic English films, including several of the Ealing Comedies. Ac- 
cording to Gary Dartnell, president of EMI Videograms, all of these films are targeted for 
the "30 -plus demographic," which currently comprises the bulk of the VCR -buying public. 
The company is preparing a three -tiered market test, which includes national vidcassette 
rentals through Fotomat Corp.; mail-order sales through Time -Life Video; and retail dis- 
tribution and sales through EMI -owned Capitol Records. 
FOTOMAT DRIVE-THRU MOVIES IN HIGH GEAR - Fotomat Corp. announced its plans 
to market pre-recorded videocassettes Nov. 19 on both a sales and rental basis nation- 
wide. After obtaining successful results to test marketing in both Los Angeles and Northern 
California, the national chain of 3,800 Fotomat stores will become outlets for videos which 
consumers can order through a toll -free telephone number. There are currently 130 titles 
in the Fotomat `Drive-Thru Movie' catalog and most of the movies are supplied by the 
Paramount Picture Corp. To kick it off, a $1 million advertising campaign has been 
planned for the holiday season. 
SRI STUDY FINDS HOME VID TECHNOLOGY A THREAT TO COMMERCIAL TV - The 
findings of a recent study undertaken by SRI International, formerly the Stanford 
Research Institute, pointed to the conclusion that commercial TV would be seriously 
challenged in the next decade by increasing consumer control of home television 
programming via the VCR and the video disc. Predicting that half of the households in the 
U.S. would have some sort of home video equipment by the latter part of the 1980s, SRI ob- 
served that the market will basically be software -driven after an early hardware purchasing 
period. The study indicated that uncertainties exist, however, in regards to the diversity 
and attractiveness of initial software catalogs. Software shortages will significantly slow the 
advancement of home video down, it was noted, and the study determined that it will be es- 
sential for an increasing amount of programs to be produced and made available on a 
regular basis for the technology to remain viable. 
ARBITRON, VPI ANNOUNCE JOINT STUDY OF 'NEW ELECTRONIC MEDIA' - Ar- 
bitron Co. and Video Probe Index, a cable research firm, recently announced a joint study 
of the "New Electronic Media," encompassing any use of the TV set "beyond conventional 
television broadcast." Respondents making up the sample base of the study will keep 
diaries from Nov. 1979 through Feb. 1980 and an equal number of cable, pay-cable and 
non -cable subscribers will be selected to receive an 8 -page attitudinal/life style/"NEM" 
usage and reception questionnaire. The report, which is due in the spring of 1980, is ex- 
pected to show the impact of local and regional pay and basic cable programming, Super - 
stations, Satellite networks, as well as showing day -part ratings for cable and pay-cable, 
demographics and life style characteristics of cable viewers. Individual reports will also be 
filed on VCRs, video discs and two-way TV. 
TAV ADDS 1" VTRs - Following the current trend towards 1" video tape recording equip- 
ment, Trans -American Video of Hollywood recently ordered 11 1" video tape recorders to 
interface with and augment its present editing and multi -camera units. The decision to 
purchase the increasingly popular VTRs was the result of a technical study which pointed 
to the economic benefits of their use. 
VIDEO CLIPS - Jon Roseman Productions is currently in pre -production on its second 
"visualbum," featuring Columbia recording group Toto's new "Hydra" LP. The firm is also 
shooting Virgin recording act Shooting Star, as well as wrapping up editing of Blondie 
footage ... Kramer/Rocklen Studios has completed a half-hour television special featur- 
ing A&M recording group Yellow Magic Orchestra. The program, which was shot at the 
Greek Theatre in L.A., will be broadcast in Japan. The firm also signed a joint production 
agreement with Artist International Management's Ricki Farr to co -produce its Tubes 
program for domestic cable and foreign TV sale ... Compact Video Systems of Burbank 
recently taped a promotional video of Elektra/Asylum recording act Shoes for Telstar 
Video and Film Productions, Inc. and E/A ... 3M Corp. has produced a series of ten in- 
structional video cassettes for budding video producers entitled "The Sight And Sound of 
Video Tape Production." Each tape in the series, which is available in VHS and Beta for- 
mats, as well as 3/." Mini U-Matic tapes, can be obtained with a 12 -month cumulative 
purchase of $200 of "Scotch" brand helical tape, plus $20 to cover the costs of distribution 
and duplication, from 3M in St. Paul, Minn.

Horn of plenty is an apt description for the driving, breath 
defying tenor sax of Don Menza. Accompanied by five inspired 
musicians, Menza delivers a virtuoso performance on this 
digitally recorded disc.

Meticulous care in 
both music and pressing should make this disc a winner for the 
audiophile jazz lover.

Big band jazz, with its sonorous brass sections, driving 
rhythms, and dynamic arrangements, is an exhilarating ex- 
perience when heard live. Under the energetic direction of 
veteran jazz drummer Mel Lewis this first big band digital 
recording sounds remarkably life -like. The band reproduces 
Thad Jones' compositions beautifully with all their nuances of 
color and accent. The bass showcase "61st and Rich'id" and 
Thad's last composition for the band "Easy Living" are favorites.

GTE Study Shows Consumer 
Interest In TV Stereo Sound 

by Charles Paikert 
NEW YORK - An exhaustive market 
research study sponsored by GTE 
Products Corporation has revealed that 
consumers are interested in TV stereo 
sound. However, according to industry 
sources, TV manufacturers will not be able 
to utilize stereo sound for at least another 
two years. 

The study, conducted for GTE by The 
Gene Reilly Group, a Connecticut -based 
research firm, showed that 97% of the 
respondents specifically mentioned that 
stereo sound would enhance their TV view- 
ing. While one-third of the respondents felt 
that TV sound in stereo had no disadvan- 
tages, 20% did express a concern about the 
expected higher price of television sets 
equipped to receive stereo signals. Seven- 
teen percent, mostly older people, were 
concerned with the perceived loudness of 
stereo sound for TV. 

After listening to a demonstration of TV 
stereo sound, 67% of the consumers sur- 
veyed gave the sound the highest possible 
rating, and 50% said that they would watch 
more TV if they had a set with stereo sound 
available to them. 

'Concrete Evidence' 
Horst O. Heisrath, market planning and 

development manager for GTE Consumer 
Electronics, hailed the study as "concrete 
evidence for those in the industry and 
government that shows the consumer 
desires stereo sound for TV. It's the first 
major study of its kind," Heisrath said, "and 
it's a convincing argument for the manufac- 
ture of TV sets with stereo capability." 

However, standards for TV stereo sound 
must be approved by the FCC before 
manufacturers can incorporate the stereo 
capability in their sets, and the commission 
is not scheduled to review any such stan- 
dards before 1981. 

The first step towards FCC approval of 
TV stereo sound will be a review of recom- 
mendations from the Electronics Industry 
Association. An EIA subcommitteee on 
multichannel TV sound, chaired by Thomas 
Keller, director of engineering for WGBH- 
TV in Boston, is currently evaluating dif- 
ferent proponent proposals for TV stereo 
sound. 

In Evaluation Stage 
"We're in the technical evaluation stage 

now," Keller said, "and we should begin 

field testing in early 1980." Keller stated 
that his subcommittee is scheduled to pre- 
sent their report to the EIA's Broadcast 
Television System Committee by the fall of 
1980. 

When asked how readily the FCC might 
approve the EIA's recommendation's, 
Keller replied, "A lot depends on the in- 
dustry and how much they want it. It looks 
like the groundswell is building for high 
quality sound, and the GTE study is signifi- 
cant because it's the first scientific 
documentation of the potential consumer 
interest." 

Across The Board Interest 
According to the conclusions of the GTE 

study, "the favorable ratings accorded 
stereo sound for television were not 
specific to any sample group, but were con- 
sistent across the various age, sex and in- 
come divisions ... In particular, the 
respondents perceived its greatest con- 
tribution as the enhancement of musicals 
and concerts." 

The study also noted that "respondents 
were most attracted to the totally self- 
contained unit which incorporated the 
speakers within the same component of the 
main television set." 

And, the study concluded, "in our ex- 
perience, few new product ideas, especially 
of this magnitude, are so well -received." 

Videotape Imports 
Increase In 1979, 
Survey Indicates 
NEW YORK - Unit imports of video tape 
recorders and players increased in the 
third quarter and first nine months of 1979, 
compared to the same period in 1978, ac- 
cording to statistics released by the 
Marketing Services Department of the 
Electronic Industries Association's Con- 
sumer Electronics Group. 

Totals 
Video tape recorder and player imports 

rose 8.8 percent to 149,340 units in the third 
quarter of 1979, compared to 137,295 units 
imported in the same period last year. For 
the first nine months of 1979, imports of 
video tape recorders and players increased 
8.5 percent to 407,338 units, compared to 
the 375,432 unit figure posted in the same 
period last year.

CRT Home Taping Survey 
Reflects Current Public Mood

they are not erasing what they tape. A ma- 
jority (51%) or these who tape music use a 
blank tape only once; 26% use it two or 
three times for taping and 16% use it more 
than three times. 

The study draws no conclusion about the 
impact of taping on total purchases of 
prerecorded music, however. Blank tape 
and recording equipment manufacturers 
will be pleased to note that the statistics are 
evenly split: "40% of the music tapers say 
their purchases of prerecorded music have 
increased since they began taping music; 
40% said it had declined." 

The most common tape player found is 
eight -track, closely followed by cassette. 
Teenagers are the heaviest tapers and the 
incidence of taping decline+, with age; it also 
rises slightly with the education and income 
of the head of the household. 

Copyright Fee? 
Respondents were none too generous 

when it came to compensating copyright 
holders. The survey sample favored paying 
royalties only for prerecorded records and 
tapes. Not surprisingly, a majority of the 
sample of 1,500 people said they would op- 
pose attaching a fee to blank tapes to com- 
pensate copyright holders. 

Asked, "Would you favor or oppose a 
proposal to attach a fee to the sale of blank 
tapes which would compensate recording 
artists for copies of their music?" 26% said 
yes, 62% said no, and 12% had no opinion. 

On the question of imposing a royalty fee 
on blank tape, the polling firm was careful 
to omit any suggestion that home taping 
might be an infringement of copyright, or 
that record producers may resort to scram- 
blers to block home taping if other steps 
aren't taken. "In light of the exclusion of 
these factors," the study noted, "it is sur- 
prising that 26% endorsed a blank tape fee 
and concurred in the statement that 'com- 
posers, artists and business firms who 
make records and tapes should receive 
some compensation for all copies of their 
works.' It is obvious that the affirmative 
response would have been larger if other 
factors had been injected into the ques- 
tion." 

Background of Survey 
The study, conducted for the Tribunal by 

William R. Hamilton & Staff of Washington, 
D.C., avoids any analysis of the polling 
results, and is regarded by the Tribunal as 

"the first step in an ongoing process." The 
need for such a survey was stressed by the 
late Sen. John McClellan, the sponsor of 
legislation for revision of the Copyright Act, 
and picked up by the CRT in late 1977. A 
committee on home taping was formed the 
following year and has directed its attention 
to home taping of audio works (presumably 
videotaping is a future issue for the CRT's 
attention, after the Sony Betamax case is 
appealed). 

Meanwhile, industry -wide data is being 
collected by the National Music Publishers 
Association and the Recording Industry 
Association of America, and will be added 
to the Tribunal's information. 

The survey was designed to include "at 
least 500 teenagers to reflect that the buy- 
ing population of prerecorded music is 
considerably younger than the national 
population," and was conducted by 
telephone interviews from Aug. 14 - Sept. 9, 
1979. The polling firm cautions that the 
results have an error factor of 2.7%. 

Future Steps 
The CRT took pains to point out it has no 

function in determining whether home tap- 
ing for personal use is permissible under 
existing legislation - it can only recom- 
mend policy. 

But the CRT's topics for future examina- 
tion will be crucial for the industry. Among 
them: trends in the sale of blank tape; con- 
sideration of the sales volume, prices and 
revenues of the prerecorded music in- 
dustry, impact of home taping on the crea- 
tion and production of new product; status 
of technological developments which could 
alter the ability to engage in home taping 
(i.e. scrambling devices); and economic 
and population trends which could in- 
fluence the extent of personal taping.

national television a commercial showing a 

teacher copying music for a class. The 
NMPA had a hand in convincing Xerox to 
discontinue that particular ad, but it was a 

small victory. Mobilizing Xerox to apply 
their vast technology in order to keep a 
microfilm copy of what the machine had 
copied and licensing the photocopying 
machines, like the jukeboxes are licensed, 
so that writers and publishers would have 
accurate figures about the copying of their 
music and be paid, has not even received 
serious consideration. 

When asked why litigation has not been 
brought against Xerox or other photocopy- 
ing manufacturers, a noted music attorney 
stated "because you can't beat Xerox." 
Wishing to remain anonymous, he further 
acknowledged the futility of enforcing con- 
sumers to comply with the payment for the 
music but stated, "It's the only shot the 
publishers have. Xerox and the rest are too 
big to fight. It's better to go against 
someone where you can win." 

Avoiding The Issue 
In an exclusive Cash Box interview, Feist 

also admitted the frustration of getting the 
photocopier manufacturers involved when 
they prefer not to face the issue. 

The music publishing industry is curren- 
tly estimated to collect revenues of $550- 
600 million per year. This figure is based on 
performing rights, printed music sales, 
mechanicals from record sales, and 
general use such as synchronization and 
advertising. 

The music publishers contend that a lot 
of the schools and churches (the major of- 
fenders) can afford to pay for the use of 
music and that they just aren't doing so. 

This deprives publishers and songwriters 
of income which is justly theirs. However, 
there is no organization or effort currently 
underway to set up a way to collect the 
money that a consumer would pay - in 
short, no way for a consumer to know how 
much to pay or where to send the money 
unless litigation is brought, at which time 
the offender will have to pay court costs in 
addition to compensation for the use of the 
music. 

Piracy Similarity? 
The record industry has had to face a 

similar problem with tape piracy. However, 
with tape piracy there was an illegal in- 
dustry reaping profits from bootleg tape 
sales and the actual consumer was not held 
liable. In the case of photocopying music, 
there is no industry that is reaping huge 
profits but rather individuals, schools and 
churches that are using the technology 
these major photocopying corporations 
have provided for them. This could ul- 
timately lead to the consumer paying twice - to the photocopying manufacturer and to 
the publisher for the services provided by 
the machines. 

Feist and Burtch, on the other hand, are 
adamant about convicting consumers. In 
the announcement, Burtch stated, "Those 
who go on violating the act (photocopying) 
must be suspect as deliberate infringers, if 
not amoral violators who rip off the property 
of America's creators and their publisher - 
partners." 

Feist stated, "Our members will no 
longer tolerate wanton defiance of the law 
of the land or the theft of their composers' 
rights under that law. We cannot and will 
not put up with continued stealing by

Handful Of Artists & Labels 
Dominates CB Gospel Charts

NASHVILLE - A survey of the gospel 
charts this week shows the dominance of 
the charts by several labels as well as a 

handful of artists who continue to hold 
down a virtual corner on the gospel market. 

On the Cash Box Spiritual chart, Walter 
Hawkins and James Cleveland continue to 
dominate, with Hawkins' "Love Alive II" 
album holding the top spot for a year and 
his "Love Alive" album currently at #7 after 
over two years on the charts. Cleveland's 
Savoy release "I Don't Feel Noways Tired" 
has been on the charts over a year and 
currently holds down the #2 slot, while two 
other Cleveland releases are at #5 and #10 
this week. 

Good Sales 
Good sales reports nationwide have 

been reported on the Mighty Clouds of Joy 
album at #3, the Jackson Southernaires at 
#6 and The Fountain of Joy Choir at #8. At 
#12, Donald Vail & The Voices of 
Deliverance are selling strongest in the 
Washington D.C. area and in the south. 
Most of the other albums on the charts 
show strong regional sales in a particular 
section of the country but not sales that 
come from all over the country. 

Savoy secured the most spots on the 
Spiritual charts, six, while Nashboro and 
Word each had four on the charts.

The executives - Stan Jantz, merchan- 
dising manager; Dan Johnson, vice presi- 
dent, marketing; Roland Lundy, vice presi- 
dent of sales; and Mike Cloer, director of 
national radio - met with Christian book 
and record store personnel to present new 
Word Record product and to discuss how 
to build store traffic through advertising, 
merchandising and promotion. 

The seminars were held in Chicago, 
Seattle, Los Angeles, Anaheim (Calif.), 
Houston, Washington, D.C. and Boston. 

With "Merchandising in the '80s" as the 
theme, Jantz stated that every indicator 
pointed to a Christian music explosion dur- 
ing the next decade. He emphasized the 
Bob Dylan release, "Slow Train Coming," 
as a prime example of top acceptance by 
music fans and radio stations of a Christian 

product. Other examples include Debby 
Boone's "You Light Up My Life," David 
Meece with "I Can't Believe It's True" and 
Dan Peek's (formerly with America) "All 
Things Are Possible."

positive, with some accounts going so far 
as to call the policy "brilliant" and "well 
thought out." 

At Tower Records, president Russ 
Solomon commented, "I'm not sure I like 
any kind of a surcharge, but the concept is 

brilliant because it licks the problem of 
return abuse without getting into a lot of 
things they can't enforce." 

John Kaplan, executive vice president of 
Handleman, calls the WEA policy "fair" but 
felt that returns pending for the balance of 
1979 should not be subject to the 5% 

charge. "If I have any negative comment," 
said Kaplan, "it would be that, I. feel if the 
program starts in 1980, return requests 
now pending and for the balance of the year 
should be handled under the old system." 

(According to Faraci, all returns 
authorized prior to Nov. 16 will be issued at 

no charge, but all RA requests as of Nov. 19 

automatically become 1980 credit memos.) 
Harold Okinow, president of Lieberman, 

points out that WEA's policy "deals with the 
realities of the business. It accepts that fact 
that there will be returns and there will be 
times when you can return more than any 
kind of absolute limit." 

Nat Saltzberg, director of accounting for 
the Milwaukee -based 1812 chain, praised 
WEA for "penalizing" accounts who in the 
past may have abused the return 
priviledge. He explained that it would no 

longer be profitable for dealers to "take ad- 
vertising and deals only to turn around and 
return the goods." 

Not everybody, though, was as pleased 
with WEA's return policy as Saltzberg. 
Some, like Disc Records chief John Cohen, 
saw it as merely a "stop gap" measure that 
fails to address the real problem facing the 
industry. 

"All the companies are doing the wrong 
thing," according to Cohen. "They've got 
everybody worrying their brains out about 
returns and nobody is thinking about sell- 
ing records. I want to see the companies out 
there again promoting, marketing and sell- 
ing records. 

"So they've got a big problem with 

Inner City Reissues 
Ten Vogue Recordings 
NEW YORK - Inner City, which has es- 
tablished a reputation for filling gaps in the 
history of jazz, has just released a 10 -disc 
set comprised of reissues from the French 
Vogue catalog of the '50s. 

Mostly out -of -print, these vintage 
recordings are available both as a gift 
package and as single LPs. They are smar- 
tly packaged in silver and black, with 
knowledgeable, accessible liner notes. 

Included are recordings by Dizzy 
Gillespie, Clifford Brown, Django 
Reinhardt, Buck Clayton, Mary Lou 
Williams, Zoot Sims, Milt Jackson and J.J. 
Johnson, Sidney Bechet and Martin Solal, 
Johnny Hodges and Ray Eldridge. 

Each album has its special gems: Brown 
with an all-star big band from a Lionel 
Hampton tour; bebop drummer Kenny 
Clarke backing traditional soprano sax- 
ophonist Bechet; Williams in a Latin-esque 
format on some tracks; an early vocal effort 
by Jackson; Reinhardt sitting in with Duke 
Ellington's orchestra; and Gillespie being 
as laid back as he can be vocally and 
instrumentally. 

The boxed set contains a 12" x 12" book 
with all of the information contained in the 
single issues, including the vintage photos. 

Individually, each album lists for $7.98, 
with the box going for $75. Inner City plans 
to advertise in time for holiday gift -giving. 
More of the Vogue reissues are due at a 

later date. 

returns. I say take the loss and get back into 
the record business. But what we are see- 
ing is a short-term reaction to a problem 
that was caused by overproduction, 
pushing and hype. 

"Right now they had better get some 
product in the field and do some advertis- 
ing to entice customers back into the 
stores. And the only way we are going to en- 
tice them back is to make records more 
competitively priced as compared to other 
forms of entertainment. 

"What the companies should be doing is 

roll everything back to $5.98 that they can 
make a profit on - and put the word out 
that the record business is rolling back 
prices. The street information is that 
youngsters are not buying records because 
they are too expensive; they don't have the 
money, but if the prices were cheaper they 
would." 

Ben Karol, president of New York's King 
Karol chain, also had harsh words for 
WEA's return policy. He maintains that the 
5% returns charge will cause dealers to 
restrict their purchases of albums by new 
as well as established artists. 

"No matter what WEA says, you are 
penalized 5% once you return a record. So 
now my goal is to return zero records, and 
the first thing I will do is not buy any new 
acts unless I get a call for it." 

As far as established acts, Karol con- 
tinued, "when a new Eagles record comes 
out, now I will say to myself 'I better play this 
one close to the vest and wait and see how it 

does.' I've lost my incentive to really get 
behind it." 

But perhaps the biggest roadblock fac- 
ing WEA's new return policy stems from the 
fact that it represents an extreme departure 
from traditional industry marketing con- 
cepts. And while some see this as the plan's 
major flaw, others, like 1812's Saltzberg, 
feel it signals a trend toward better 
business practices. 

"This whole idea of looking towards 
profits as opposed to gold and platinum 
albums is a marked change from the 
philosophy that's been around for so long. 
I'm pleased," said Saltzberg. "We all have 
to look at the record business as a 

business, and businesses have to make a 

profit. You don't make a profit if you sell $3 
million worth of stuff and take back $5 
million."

Pop Or Country: Who Decides 
Where To Place An Album? 

by Jennifer Bohler 
NASHVILLE - The total "sound" of an 
album often has little or nothing to do with 
whether that album is considered a country 
release, and even more important, whether 
that album is reported as a country seller. 

Several Factors 
According to a recent survey of dis- 

tributors, retailers and one stops, a com- 
bination of factors determine whether or 
not they report a borderline pop/country 
album as a country release: the type of air- 
play a single from the album receives 
(country or pop); knowledge of its 
customers; and the past image or perfor- 
mance of an artist. 

For example, Tanya Tucker's latest 
album, "Tear Me Apart," is a pop release 
that even the label and producers do not 
consider country. However, the LP entered 
the Cash Box Country Charts this week at 
#55 bullet. The reason? According to 
reporting accounts across the nation, 
Tucker is a proven country artist and 
therefore her new album will be considered 
a potential country album, and will be re- 
ported country. 

Another example is Jimmy Buffett, who 
has flirted with success in the country field, 
but who has nevertheless remained a pop 
artist. Cuts from Buffett's latest album, 
"Volcano," (which holds the #16 position on 
the album chart) has received limited air 
play on country radio, yet many reporting 
accounts list his album as a country seller. 

Difficulties 
Admittedly, deciding who is country and 

who is pop in this day of cross-overs is dif- 
ficult. Certain criteria in making this deter- 
mination should be set, and followed. Since 
national charts rely heavily upon sales 
reports gathered from distributors, one - 
stops and retailers, it is up to these people 
to reflect an accurate reading of what is 
happening so far as sales in their markets 
are concerned. And determining who they 
will report country so far as album sales are 
concerned is a vital part of this total reflec- 
tion. 

As mentioned earlier, most of the major 

sales accounts do monitor the country 
radio stations in their area to find out what 
singles from crossover pop to country ar- 
tists they have on their play lists. By this 
method, accounts in turn determine what 
albums will be reported country from the 
borderline batch. 

The sentiments of one sales account 
reporter, who wished to remain 
anonymous, probably best reflect the at- 
titude of the market - "the whole rest of the 
album may be pop, but If that one country 
single enjoying country radio airplay is sell- 
ing the album, I'll report the album coun- 
try." 

Opposite True 

Of course the opposite is also true - 
many artists secure in their country position 
are also finding a home on the pop charts - 
specifically Kenny Rogers, Dottie West, Ed- 
die Rabbitt, Waylon Jennings, Willie 
Nelson, Anne Murray and Crystal Gayle. 
Rita Coolidge and Tanya Tucker also enjoy 
dual placement on the charts. 

Reporters also cite knowing their in- 
dividual customers as reason for determin- 
ing an album's label. Retailers note that if 
the same customer who is buying a Loretta 
Lynn single also picks up a Jennifer Warnes 
album, that suggests that the customer is a 
fan of country music, which leads to the 
retailer reporting the album country. 

On the distributor/one-stop level, the 
various sales accounts have their own 
customers whom they know as "country" 
customers. If that customer (such as a retail 
store like Ernest Tubb's, known for its vast 
stock of country releases) orders an album 
like the Warnes or Buffett releases, ac- 
counts state they can safely assume that 
album is being sold to country fans. 

The Safe Route 
The dilemma is not limited to the coun- 

try/pop field, however. Because of the dif- 
ficulty in pinpointing specifically what type 
of fan is buying an album, many accounts 
assume the safe route and report an album 
both country and pop, or pop and Black 
Contemporary, or B/C and disco, or disco 
and pop.

anyone, including those who seek to wrap 
themselves in the mantle of so-called non- 
profit activity. Working with our MPA 
colleagues, we intend to seek out all those 
guilty of larceny and we're urging our mem- 
bers to take legal action ... With the help 
and reports of our members, MPA and 
NMPA mean to pursue this crusade relent- 
lessly. The era of pious pilferage must 
come to an end." 

Although NMPA and MPA announced 
that their member publishers have been 
"mobilized to identify and report illegal 
photocopies," a survey of some Nashville 
publishers showed they had not been 
mobilized to the point of fully knowing 
about the announcement. None of those 
questioned were aware of the announce- 
ment but all were aware of the problem. All 
stated they had no plans to police 

photocopying of music with Wesley Rose of 
Acuff -Rose stating, "It would have to be by 
accident or someone calling to tell us" 
about photocopying violations. Tom Collins 
of Pi -Gem asked, "How are we going to 
police this? We can only make people 
aware and correct the moral attitude." 

Bob Beckham of Combine stated, "I get 
requests all the time from churches and 
schools wanting to make copies and unless 
it's for profit, I usually go along with it." He 
also added "Anything that gets the writers 
and publishers a little more money, I'm all 
for it." Every publisher questioned stood in 
support of NMPA's and MPA's activities. 

At two different libraries there were 
papers taped to the side, with writing in pen 
stating something to the effect that "You 
may be infringing on copyrights with certain 
uses." There was no further explanation of 
what uses constituted infringement.

AM/FM in Milwaukee, became interested in the field of broadcasting when as a child, his 
boy scout troup was involved in a broadcast project.

Hoard confesses that he does not have an extensive broadcast background, but explains 
that he makes up for that by having more of a management background. Hoard's main ex- 

perience has been at a couple of college stations, KLWN and KJHK. 
He also spent some time at WAUG, in Augusta, Georgia, and 
KJMO, in Jefferson City, Missouri. Predicting early in his career 
that there would be more opportunities for minorities in radio than 
television, he explains, "Now that there are more people like Ragan 
Henry and Willie Davis, who have extensive track records as 
broadcast businessmen, it will be easier for people like myself just 
starting to move into management and ownership positions." 
SONGWRITERS' ORGANIZATION HOLDS FORUM ON BLACK 
MUSIC - The Songwriters Resources and Services Organization 

Charles Hoard will hold a forum entitled "Is there life after funk," on Dec. 10 at the 
American Federation of Musicians Hall in Los Angeles. The event will give attendees an 
overview of opportunities available to songwriters in the styles of funk, rock, jazz and R&B. 
Panelist will include, Deniece Williams, ARC/CBS recording artist; Jerry Griffith, executive 
director, creative division at Motown Records; Rod McGrew, general manager of Unlimited 
Gold Records; Dick Rudolph, (husband of late Minnie Riperton) producer -writer -arranger; 
Patrice Rushen, Elektra/Asylum recording artist; and Gertrude Robinson. associate 
professor of music at Loyola Marymount University. A special screening of "Black Music in 
America: The Seventies," which is narrated by Quincy Jones and Dionne Warwick, and 
produced by the Black Music Association and The Learning Corporation of America, will 
be shown. 
RUMOR FOR THE WEEK - Is producer Michael Stokes huddling with Arista Records 
honchos? 
SHOULD BLACK PD'S ONLY HIRE BLACK ANNOUNCERS? - Chuck Ross, an announ- 
cer at WIGO in Atlanta, wrote an extensive letter to the music trade publications and several 
consumer publications exposing what he felt was an act of injustice to the black popula- 
tion. Showing an example of that injustice, Ross cited the fact that WAOK in Atlanta recen- 
tly hired Boo Baron as its morning drive air personality, and he is white. In his letter, Ross 
explained that he was prompted to write the letter because of his experience in working 
with general market stations. Noting that WIGO is the first black oriented station where he 
has worked, he explained that in all the times he worked at general market radio, he was 
always on the all-night shift. Ross pleaded that anyone who read the letter, not to consider it 
a vindictive act, but it was in fact a response to his need to understand how someone could 
rationalize hiring a Boo Baron, when in fact there are qualified blacks available to do that 
job. He also explained that he would not be upset if, in fact, the opportunity to do a drive - 
time slot were easily available to a black announcer at a general market station. Until the 
tide turns at general market radio stations, the struggle for economic survival that blacks 
are presently experiencing "we should first seek to take care of our own," he concluded. 
KEITH ADAMS, RESPONSE TO THESE STATEMENTS - Keith Adams, national 
program director of the Broadcast Enterprise Network of which WAOK is a part of says, "I 
agree with the concept of what Chuck Ross stated in his letter. But the hiring of Boo Baron 
was a business decision, and not a racial one. His talent and personality is what we needed 
at the time, and his recent mediastat rating showed an increase of more than 100% of what 
the station previously had. Broadcast Enterprise Network is certainly sensitive to the posi- 
tion of blacks in the entertainment industry, and we will do everything we can to perpetuate 
progress by minorities in the industry, which is one of the reasons we exist as a minority - 
owned company. We have a black PD at a general market disco outlet at WOKF in Tampa 
Bay, Florida, and he is there because he is good, not because of his color. He supervises a 
white staff and handles the afternoon drive air shift at the station. The company continually 
solicits tapes and resumes from anyone who feels they have the talent and professionalism 
we need. We particularly encourage minorities and anyone else who feels they are 
qualified."

of product and the generally sluggish 
economy. 

"It takes longer now to find out if you have 
a record because of the pure economics. 
Expendable income of the consumer is a lot 
less at this point," says Lou Simon, senior 
vice president and director of marketing for 
Phonogram, Inc./Mercury. 

"Plus, the physical handling of product, 
new artist or not, on the dealers' end costs 
more, and that has caused them to become 
more selective." 

Rack jobbers face a special inventory 
problem because of their relatively large 
volume vis a vis retailers. "As rack jobbers, 
we have greater limitations on stocking new 
artists than retailers," says John Kaplan, 
executive vice president of the Detroit - 
based Handleman Company. 

"We have 5,000 to 6,000 racks. We have 
to buy a lot more units than retailers, so we 
wait until the artist breaks. Another 
problem is that unlike retail stores, racks 
don't have clerks to push a new artist." 

In any discussion of cutbacks, especially 
in the sensitive and crucial area of breaking 
neii artists, the question of what role the 
restricted returns policy plays naturally 
arises. 

"In light of the new policy effective Dec. 1, 

we are being more discretionary in what we 
buy, whether it's new artists or established 
ones," says Lou Fogelman, Music Plus 
president. 

Since new artists' releases are generally 
not included in the restricted returns policy 
instituted by most labels, another question 
arises concerning why this policy should af- 
fect stocking new artists. 

"It's not a matter of retaliation," Disc's 
Cohen insists. "Sure, there's some rese fit- 

ment, some anger, but we're not going to 
take it out on new artists. It's simply that 
people are afraid to take a chance." 

Reflecting Cohen's bullish attitude, 
Dennis White, vice president of marketing, 
Capitol Records, and David Steffen, 
national sales manager for A&M, 
categorically state that their companies 
have met with little or no retail resistance up 
to this point. 

"Some of our acts, such as .38 Special or 
The Buzzcocks, which would be most 
susceptible to any retailer backlash, 
haven't met with any problems at all," says 
A&M's Steffen. "I don't think that there's 
been a problem in getting retailers to take 

product; they're simply limiting the num- 
bers." 

No Resistance 
Some retail executives are more explicit 

regarding why the labels have not encoun- 
tered resistance. "It's the state of the 
business," says Neil Heiman, senior ex- 
ecutive vice president at Nehi, the parent 
company of the Peaches chain. 

Integrity's Hartstone echoes this 
philosophy - with some reservations. "You 
can deem something unfair, but not take 
action against it." 

Labels Understand 
Not surprisingly, label executives un- 

derstand the economic necessity of inven- 
torying less new artists at the present time. 
But they also know and express some 
relief, that the competitive nature of the 
market will always induce retailers to inven- 
tory most new artist product, albeit at 
reduced levels. 

"On a practical level, they (the retailers) 
have to accept new artists' product," sum- 
marizes E/A's Marshall. "By not stocking 
new artists' products, they run the risk of 
losing customers to competitors. They 
have to accept it eventually because it is the 
lifeblood of the business." 

Arnie Orleans, division vice president of 
sales and distribution for RCA Records, 
stated that although he has "no general 
complaints" against retailers at this point, 
"it depends on the act and the location. 
Some retailers are being unusually 
cautious at this time, and overreacting to 
the general economic slump. Others, by 
nature, are restrictive and selective in the 
number of titles they will stock. For exam- 
ple, the retailers, of course, will go on new 
product a lot sooner than a rack." 

However, Orleans added, "By and large, 
retail is stretching and getting behind the 
new acts as much as possible. As long as 
the caution we are seeing does not turn 
into panic or fear, causing a broad 
overreaction, then I think the business in 
general must see this caution as good and 
certainly justified." 

Disc's Cohen states the consensus of 
both retail and manufacturing executives 
when he says, 'they're the lifeblood of the 
business. Who knows how long an es- 
tablished artist will last? We have to have 
replacements for superstars. We don't 
know who will be the Barry Manilows of the 
future."

everybody's looking for the hit song," 
stated Buttice. "And if it has a disco beat, it 
has a disco beat ...1 don't think I'm going to 
shy away from the thought of disco music if 
we think we have hits." 

Nevertheless, there is a feeling at the ma- 
jor labels that a disco act will rarely have 
any staying power. "When a demo tape 
comes in and it's blatantly disco, it's not go- 
ing to get this highest priority, because 
generally we're talking about something 
that's not artist -oriented," commented Dick 
Wingate, assistant to Lenny Petze, vice 
president of A&R for Epic Records. 

Similarly, noted Rosencrantz, "I would 
think if they were strictly disco right at this 
minute, they'd have a tough time being 
signed. The A&R person would have to see 
some different areas to go. They'd have to 
see some R&B cross to pop and eventually 
even an act that could boogie on stage. If 

their song was just disco, I think they would 
shy away." 

As a result of this kind of A&R thinking, 
artists are being urged to put out albums 
that include various kinds of music besides 
disco. According to one well-known 
producer, "you can no longer put out a 
stone disco album and expect it to sell 
records." 

Still Selling 
On the other hand, several of the ex- 

ecutives in the survey pointed out that disco 
remains a popular form of music. "Disco is 
not as strong as it was in any way, shape, or 
form, but I still think there's a market there," 
stated Susie Franks, director of A&R for 
Casablanca. "We're still selling a lot of 
disco records. There are certain areas of 
this country where there's a big disco 

market, and we're going to continue to feed 
that market." 

Like Buttice, Franks said that her label 
was looking for hits, regardless of their 
musical category. "It doesn't matter if it's 
disco, new wave, country, or R&B, or com- 
edy. If we feel it's a hit song and we can sell 
records with the group, fine." But she ad- 
mitted that Casablanca is shifting toward a 
more balanced kind of artist roster. "Now 
we're in a position to build our catalog, and 
that's exactly what we're doing, to make it 
an all-around record company." 

Summarizing the view of disco as a 
musical form in transition, Bob Fead, divi- 
sion vice president of RCA-U.S.A., com- 
mented, "We're looking for some indica- 
tions of where the business will stabilize 
and where it will settle. I think there's 
validity in the music, but whether or not it 
will turn out to be what people thought it 
might be is still an unanswered question." 

Polydor To Issue Nine 
NEW YORK - New albums by Millie 
Jackson and Alicia Bridges highlight nine 
album releases set by Polydor Records for 
late November. 

Jackson's latest album is a double - 
record live set on Spring Records, "Live 
And Uncensored," and Bridge's second 
album for the label is titled "Play It As It 

Lays." 
In addition, Polydor is releasing a 

greatest hits album by 10cc; "No Stranger 
To Love" by Roy Ayers; "Nobody Does It

Closing Of Infinity Points To 
Growing Canadian Recession 

by Kirk LaPointe 
TORONTO - Claims that the economic 
recession would bypass the Canadian 
music industry appear to have been uttered 
prematurely. 

With the closure this past week of Infinity 
Records Canada, precipitated by the finan- 
cial failure of its American parent opera- 
tions, the economic pinch has been 
responsible for the collapse of three com- 
panies in three months in the record i-- 
dustry. Already, GRT and Motown have 
closed shop, the latter licensing its product 
to Quality Records (Cash Box, Nov. 24). 

Cash Box has also learned of an im- 
pending licensing arrangement between 
London Records of Canada and Polygram, 
Inc., which would see Polygram distribute 
the ailing London label in this country. 

Details of the arrangement are forthcom- 
ing, but the pact is a certainty, according to 
a source at Polygram. "The lawyers are 
ironing out some of the legal technicalities," 
the source says, "but the deal is already 
cinched." 

Advance knowledge of the agreement 
was first leaked, strangely enough, through 
a Polygram artist appearance schedule, 
which noted a December Horslips concert 
in Toronto. The DJM-recorded group is 
currently distributed by London, and will be 
sub -distributed by Polygram under the new 
deal. Among other London releases will be 
a new Claudja Barry disc, plus a Charles 
Aznavour album. The label is currently ex- 
periencing moderate successes with 
Quebecois rock group Corbeau, and Lon- 
don's roster includes the Moody Blues, An- 
dre Gagnon and Garolou. 

The industry seems to be in the midst of 
considerable change at this juncture. This 
past week, CBS Records Canada Ltd. an - 
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nounced four significant departures from 
the firm. Bob Gallo, A&R director; Don 
Lorusso, A&R manager; Martin Herzog, the 
label's creative services director, and 
Dominique Zgarka, the label's disco direc- 
tor, have all left the company. 

CBS has hired ex-GRT vice president of 
A&R, Jeff Burns, to run the A&R depart- 
ment of the company. Burns was in- 
strumental in the domestic talent acquisi- 
tion proliferation at GRT during the boom 
period of the company. 

The changes are expected to be the first 
in a series for CBS, which has been a highly 
stable company traditionally. 

Also in the works is the departure of 
Arista here from the Capitol -EMI family. 
While speculation arises annually at con- 
tract renewal time, sources within the firm 
feel the recent sale of Arista abroad will 
take it from Capitol Canadian distribution.

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Computer Error 
Gives UK #1 Spot 
To Wrong Disc 
LONDON - Capitol's current Dr. Hook 
single, "When You're In Love," saw a brief 
day of fame recently when it was listed in 
BMRB's UK charts as #1. In fact, it was 
really #2, but BMRB's computer, used to 
gauge nationwide singles sales, had inad- 
vertently made a blatant error. The real #1 
was Lena Martell's "One Day At A Time" on 
Pye Records. By the time the mistaken 
chart placings had been discovered, all 
radio stations and publications that use 
BMRB placings had already aired and 
published the erroneous results. 

Capitol, Pye Comments 
Both Capitol and Pye were understand- 

ably agitated, with Pye issuing a statement 
thus: "We are very displeased that this has 
happened. It has cost us a lot of money, a lot 
of radio plays and has impeded the 
progress of the single. We view this very 
seriously." 

EMI's business planning manager, Bill 
Judd, added, "It's something our Capitol 
people will take some time to recover from. 
It is a pity that such a reputable research 
agency should make such a simple 
arithmetical error in adding up panel sales. 
What worries us is that this error only 
showed up as a result of very considerable 
discrepancies in total sales, and we feel that 
other real discrepancies may have gone 
through unnoticed in the past because they 
were smaller." 

Cheap Trick, Blondie 
Top CRIA Oct. Awards 
LOS ANGELES -A quadruple platinum 
award (400,000 albums sold) for Cheap 
Trick's "At Budokan" LP on CBS and a dou- 
ble platinum award (200,000 singles sold) 
for Blondie's "Heart Of Glass" single on 
Capitol highlighted the October certifica- 
tions of the Canadian Recording Industry 
Assn.

Seeburg Reorganization 
Continues Under Chapter XI 
CHICAGO - The president of Seeburg 
Corporation, in a prepared statement, an- 
nounced "the public should not be misled 
by any publicity or rumors to the contrary - 
we are in business and we are a viable 
business." These comments were made by 
John T. Chapin, president of the Chicago - 
based jukebox manufacturing firm which 
filed a petition under Chapter XI of the U.S. 
Bankruptcy Code in the U.S. Bankruptcy 
Court for the Northern District of Illinois on 
Oct. 19, 1979. 

Chapin stated further that "We 
manufacture and sell a fine product. We 
support that product through an excellent 
distributing organization with technical 
assistance and service parts and we intend 
to remain in business and continue to sup- 
port our customers." 

"We currently are in production, com- 
pleting a series of export orders. As soon as 
the remaining export orders are com- 
pleted, we will start producing samples and 
then production quantities of our new 1980 
models - the Phoenix 160, the Aurora 100 
and the all new Seeburg Satellite Program- 
mers," he added. 

The Seeburg petition of Oct. 19 was filed 
under a new Federal law which went into ef- 
fect on Oct. 1. 

Speaking on behalf of the company, at- 
torney Joseph L. Matz said, "While the word 
'bankruptcy' appears in the name of the 
Court and the law under which our case is 
filed, the reorganization case that we filed is 
not a bankruptcy case. The case was filed 
for the purpose of restructuring Seeburg's 
financial affairs." 

Creditor's Meeting 
A meeting of all Seeburg distributors was 

held in Chicago on Nov. 9, to discuss and 
implement the financial reorganization. Im- 
mediately following that meeting the 
Seeburg distributing organization report- 
edly committed to guaranteed purchases 
from Seeburg of at least $30 million of 160 
selection equipment over the next 18 
months at the newly announced prices. Ad- 
ditional sales of $10 million can be an- 
ticipated from other product lines, ac- 
cording to the company. 

Chapin advised that negotiations for 
financing the startup of the new product 
line, which had been progressing well 
before the meeting with the distributors, 
were immediately accelerated by the very 
positive reception given to the plan by the 
distributors and by their expression of 
enthusiastic support through their guaran- 
teed purchases. 

Gremlin's Intl Distributor 
Meeting Is Held In Chicago 
CHICAGO - On the day preceding the 
opening of AMOA Expo (Nov. 8), Gremlin 
Industries, Inc. hosted its first international 
distributors meeting at the Essex Inn in 
Chicago, with the accent on company plans 
for the coming year and the introduction of 
some exciting new products. 

Following a welcome by sales director 
Jack Gordon, Gremlin's president Frank 
Fogleman addressed the meeting, ex- 
pressing his gratitude at the impressive at- 
tendance of domestic and foreign dis- 
tributors, which exemplifies Gremlin's 
strengthened position in the international 
marketplace. The company will celebrate 
its tenth anniversary next March. 

Fogleman briefly outlined the new 
programs and company policies currently 
in operation, or soon to be initiated by the 
firm, which were designed to improve 
customer service and provide the utmost in 
factory back-up. These subjects were more 
thoroughly defined by the respective 
department heads later in the program. 

"Our color product has a lot of ex- 
perience behind it," Fogleman declared in 
stressing Gremlin's growing emphasis on 

color. The newly released "Head On 2," 
which is available only in color, is further 
evidence of this trend. A special guest at the 
meeting was Doug Wismer of Electrohome, 
noted manufacturer of TV monitors, who 
discussed the "rising interest in color" in 

the coin machine industry and the effective 
utilization of the GO -7 monitor, which can 
operate "in high temperature conditions 
and withstand the environment of being 
moved around." 

Japanese Market 
The significance of the Japanese market 

and the opening up of new locations for 
amusement equipment in that country was 
discussed in detail by David Rosen, chair- 
man of the board of Sega. It has been about 
a year since the Sega/Gremlin merger and 
the past 12 months have given rise to 
"dramatic and exciting" changes in Japan, 
he noted. "For 20 years Japan did not have 
street locations" and was basically arcade 
oriented, he pointed out. Although jukebox 
locations prevailed Rosen said it was dif- 
ficult to get games into locations because 
the equipment available was not accep-

table at the time, but the emergence of the 
cocktail table and ultimate introduction of 
the multi -phase game generated a reversal 
in the trend. The popularity of amusement 
machines currently surpasses that of the 
movie and record industries, he noted. 

Summing up the changes in the 
Japanese market over the past two years 
Rosen said, "We have opened up new loca- 
tions that were previously not attainable, 
the customer base has been increased 
(players range in age from 10 to 70 years)," 
and the player audience is no longer mare 
dominated since more female players are 
being attracted to the games. "There is no 
reason why this cannot be accomplished 
elsewhere in the world," he concluded. 

Steve Margolin, customer service 
manager at Gremlin, apprised distributors 
of the factory's new field service school 
program that encompasses regularly 
scheduled service schools, combined with 
tape presentations which will be made 
available to distributors as an aid in training 
personnel. 

An audio-visual presentation illustrated 
some of the new test equipment which will 
be available to Gremlin distributors in the 
near future. Margolin also outlined the 
company's new parts program geared to 
expedite parts shipments. "We are en- 
couraging our distributors to develop a 

complete stock of parts, particularly the 
most commonly ordered parts." 

Gremlin's director of marketing Bob Har- 
mon discussed the factory's Universal 
Board Program. "The universal board has 
been the mainstay of our games," he said, 
explaining that the boards are in- 
terchangeable and make repairing much 
easier and less time consuming. He also 
announced that a free operator kit, con- 
sisting of a variety of useful spare parts and 
tools will be made available by the factory. 
To receive the kit, operators must fill out the 
form inside the Gremlin service manual and 
send it to the factory. 

The copyright law applicable to the video 

games industry was the focus of export 
manager Marita Keddeinis' remarks. "We 
should be able to use copyright to protect 
our new and original ideas," she said, and 
thus eliminate inferior products as well as 
cheaper copies of products. 

As brought out at this meeting Gremlin 
has revamped some of its previous 
programs and, in its effort to further 
enhance the company's service and 
marketing profile, initiated new policies to 
benefit its growing network of customers. 
Bob Harmon explored the new Logic Board 
Exchange Program as well as the R.A. Tag 
Program and the new Warranty Program. 

Potential For New Locations 
"Things have changed from the days 

when arcades were looked down upon," 
commented Jack Gordon as he prepared 
to unveil Gremlin's product lineup. By 
providing more appealing, more 
sophisticated games the coin machine in- 
dustry has elevated the image of the ar- 
cade, he told distributors. He pointed out 
the high potential for new locations in this 
country and abroad. "We should work hard 
to develop the hotel and motel market" 
since many are converting space into game 
rooms. Pizza parlors, convenience stores, 
supermarkets and similar type locations 
are part of a comparatively untapped 
market for amusement machines, he 
noted. With the establishment of a strong 
international distributor network Gremlin is 
in a "better position to do more field 
testing" and adopt a more aggressive ap- 
proach in the overall marketplace. 

Among the games unveiled at the 
meeting were the "Head On 2," which is 
patterned after the popular single player 
but contains additional challenges and all 
of the action is in brilliant color; "Deep 
Scan," which is also available in color and 
equipped with several exciting innovations 
as well as Gremlin's multi -phase concept; 
"Invinco," a fast paced game of offen- 
se/defense action with exciting sounds and 
color; and "Dual," a unique and exciting 
"two games in one" machine.

Another 
biggie for Williams. Gorgar's next scheduled appearance (along with "Time Warp," "Laser 
Ball" and "Stellar Wars") was the IAAPA convention in New Orleans where Williams would 
be a first time exhibitor. Company president Mike Stroll, Ron Crouse, Bob Prinzing, Nell 
Smithweck and Jim Kline planned to be on hand at the Parks Show. 

MOST OF THE EQUIPMENT displayed by Midway at AMOA is currently available for 
delivery with the exception of "Deluxe Space Invaders," which is tentatively scheduled for 
mid -December production, according to marketing director Stan Jarocki, and "Galaxian" 
which should be ready early next year. "Space Invaders," of course, is still a top priority 
item on the delivery schedule out there. This phenomenal game was a newcomer at the '78 
exposition - the star supreme in Midway's '79 exhibit and still going strong in its 15th 
month of production. It was the talk of the show and the demand hasn't even begun to 
slacken. The "Deluxe" model, as Stan mentioned, "has features that are geared to the 
sophisticated Space Invaders player," but the game will appeal to novices as well. Players 
can warm up on the first rack but as play progresses the game becomes more challenging. 
Watch for it. 

THE MAN WHO PORTRAYED "The Incredible Hulk" in Gottlieb's AMOA exhibit is a 
professional singer by the name of John Tanner. He is one of several who are promoting 
the famous comic strip/TV character across the country. His appearance, while dramatiz- 
ing the Gottlieb pingame of the same name, drew continuous crowds of people; and we can 
well understand why, because of the weight of his cumbersome costume, he had to take 
breaks at 1/2 hour intervals. This background information - courtesy of marketing vice 
president Tom Herrick, who also managed to have his picture taken with the Hulk. Gottlieb 
debuted two other machines at AMOA which are both scheduled for future release - 
namely, "Buck Rogers" and "Roller Disco." 

ATTENTION PHONO OPS: Cary Baker of Ovation Records told us about a recently 
released single that's been enjoying some good jukebox programming in such areas as 
Pennsylvania, Virginia, Maryland, Ohio and Texas. Title is "You'd Make An Angel Wanna 
Cheat" by The Kendalis and ops desiring a promo copy may contact Cary at his toll free 
number (800) 323-4398. He also recommended the brand new Tantrum single "How 
Long," especially for rock and roll locations. 

EASTERN FLASHES 
Area tradesters who attended the AMOA convention in large numbers have been generous 
in their praise of this year's event, which drew the biggest domestic and foreign turnout in 
the association's 31 -year history, and more exhibitors than the record '78 show. Most 
agree that there was a spectacular lineup of equipment to see and enough meetings and 
seminars to keep everyone occupied to the point where you had to ration your time in order 
to take full advantage of everything Expo '79 had to offer. Attending this convention is 
always well worth the effort for the opportunity to view all of the new equipment on display, 
which is the main purpose of the show. The addition of two mini seminars and a state 
association conference served to enhance this year's program and with more factory 
sponsored service booths on the convention floor operators got some practical knowledge 
to take back to their routes.

Nov. 30 with provisions being made to show every new game presently on the market, as 
well as those upcoming in the near future. "We expect to have at least 25 new games for 
west coast operators to view, and to have representation from various manufacturers," 
said the distrib's Hank Tronick. "And like all shows put on by C.A., hospitality will include 
the usual great buffet and refreshments. An overflow crowd is expected." In other distrib 
action, Tronick mentioned that Stern's "Meteor" and Bally's "Harlem Globetrotters" are 
proving to be the hottest solid state pins currently on the scene in Southern Calif. C.A.
