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EDlTORlAL Sound Views On Business

In recent weeks, we have repeatedly heard the
catch-phrases “positioning for 1980" and “minimiz-
ing overhead” from various companies in connec-
tion with employee cutbacks. As 1980 approaches,
there is definitely a different business philosophy
than labels have employed previously, and that is
positive.

During the latter part of the '70s, when major com-
panies were proudly acknowledging mega-
numbers in terms of sales volume, the entire in-
dustry also became caught up in this “sales at any
cost” attitude. The sales figures continued to look
astounding, but the toll was taken on the profit level.
While this phenomenon was occurring in the record
business, it was evident in other industries as well.

There was not a lack of concern about income,
but more of a fascination for the glowing sales num-
bers. In 1979, as money and sales became tougher
to come by, many firms began looking at the
relationship between overall sales and the profits
produced — thus, major cutbacks in overhead ex-
penditures.

The financial approach to the '80s by the labels is
sounder than before, but the tragic human side of
the story lingers on. We hope astronomical artist
contracts, extravagant studio bills, and the frivolous
attitude toward expenses are over. And the growth
of the industry will undoubtedly be more cautious
and foresighted, which can only make for a firmer
business base for the future.

Alexenburg Files
Contract Lawsuit
Against MCA Inc.

NEW YORK — Ron Alexenburg, former
president of the now-defunct Infinity
Records, has filed suit in U.S. District Court
here against MCA Inc., which discontinued
Infinity on Nov. 16 (Cash Box, Dec. 1). Alex-
enburg's suit seeks more than $2 million
which, itis alleged, MCA still owes him, plus
*additional damages as compensation for
MCA's multiple contract breaches,” ac-
cording to a press release issued by Alex-
enburg.
‘An Ongoing Company’

The assigning of Infinity artists to MCA
Records and the immediate termination by
MCA Inc. of 90% of Infinity's employees, ac-
cording to Alexenburg, is in “violation and
nullification of every provision of the agree-
ment (with MCA) and has destroyed Infinity
as an ongoing company.”

Infinity Records was created by MCA in
April, 1978 as aresult of acontract between
MCA and Alexenburg that was to last
through the end of 1984, according to the
suit. Throughout 1978 and 1979, Alexen-
burg undertook the task of building a new
record company from scratch and was
given complete and sole responsibility for
the development, operations and manage-
ment of the new label.

Alleged Violations

Alexenburg's suit claims that the follow-
ing actions were undertaken in violation of
the agreement under which Infinity was for-
med: the sudden dismissal by MCA of In-
finity's non-contracted employees; MCA's
purported fransfer of Infinity contracts with
recording artists and others to MCA
Records; MCA's effective transferral of In-
finity's operations to California without
Alexenburg's consent; MCA’s failure to
provide Infinity with the full funding re-
quired by their agreement; MCA’s
withholding from Infinity of proceeds from
the sale of Infinity’s products during the
label's operation;, MCA's decision to
remove Alexenburg from control over the
development, management and operation
of Infinity’s businesses; and the destruction
of Infinity as an ongoing concern.

At presstime, Sid Sheinberg, president
of MCA Inc , was unavailable for comment
on the Alexenburg suit.

A&M Drops 50 Staffers

LOS ANGELES — Citing reasons of
“economy” and “cutting down overhead to
adjust for thie 1980s,” A&M Records fired 50
staff members last week. The staff cuts
covered all departments, both in the home
office and in the field.

Dollar Sales Up, Units Down Over Holiday;
Some Dealers Spend Own Money On Ads

NEW YORK — Record sales during the
Thanksgiving weekend were comparable
to those of last year in terms of dollar
volume, but unit sales were decidedly off,
with the biggest decrease noticed in
catalog items. But, although the retail mood
was one of guarded pessimism, the sales
picture also had positive aspects, including
an increase in sales of singles and of CBS
$5.98 list catalog LPs. Additionally, other
retailers reported good sales buoyed in
many cases by extra advertising that was
paid for by the dealers themselves.

Lou Fogelman, president of Music Plus,
described Thanksgiving as “equal to last
year, but we're having to work harder to
keep even with last year. People have less
money to spend, and although our
customers spent about a dollar and a half
more per purchase than they did last year,
we had fewer customers.”

| am cautiously optimistic,” concluded
Fogelman. “The only thing | can tell you is
that Christmas won't be worse than it was
last year.”

Joyce Castagnola, vice president of
marketing for the Record Factory chain,
observed that “Thanksgiving looks like it

was better than last year, but | would have
liked it to have been a little stronger. Friday
and Saturday were very good, but Sunday
was not that good.”

John Houghton, vice president of
marketing for Licorice Pizza, said that “it
was right on our projections, what we ex-
pected. It wasn't more, it wasn't less. It was
an average Thanksgiving.”

Unit Sales Drop

Many retailers also noted that unit sales
and multiple purchases, which have been
down all year, continued to drop at
Thanksgiving. According to Tom Keenan,
president of Everybody’s Records, "sales in
dollars were up slightly, while unit sales
were down considerably, and catalog is
suffering. We're also finding that the
average number of albums sold per
purchase is dropping, and it's a trend that
we feel will continue. We're not looking at
the picture pessimistically, but we're not
looking at it overly optimistically either.”

Other factors that depressed sales were
the unseasonably good weather, especially
in the east and the generally flat economy.
But when asked to pinpoint the causes of
the unspectacular weekend, most retailers
laid the blame on the manufacturers.

“The price of records is simply too high,’
said Ira Heilicher, president of the Great

RIAA, Broadcasters Trade
Performance Rights Charges

WASHINGTON — The merits of H.R. 997 —
the Danielson bill proposing a performance
right in sound recordings — were hotly
debated in Congressional hearings last
week by longtime adversaries. Record in-
dustry and union representatives battled
broadcasters and jukebox officials before
Rep. Robert Kastenmeier's Subcommittee
on Courts, Civil Liberties and the Ad-
ministration of Justice.
RIAA Testimony

The “annual pilgrimage” to make a case
for performance rights was taken up by
RIAA's Stanley Gortikov, who expressed

hope that this would be his last plea. Citing

the industry's “substantial downturn in
sales and profits” this year, and once again
countering broadcasters’ arguments, Gar-
tikov urged full copyright protection for
musicians and record companies.

Gortikov noted that ever-changing
technology is a major reason the record in-
dustry needs such protection. Once
satellites begin to deliver music to homes
(veritable “celestial jukeboxes” — a term
coined by Rep. George Danielson in recent
hearings), the industry will lose control of its
product, he said.

“Unless Congress gives the sound
recording full copyright protection,
onrushing technology could eliminate the
only source of revenues we have — the sale
of records. Everybody will be profiting from
our recordings except us,” Gortikov
testified

The politically strong broadcast lobby
has been a major obstacle, Gortikov told
the subcommittee. “Broadcasters say they
shouidn’t have to pay to play recordings
because airplay helps promote the sale of
these recordings.” But TV's promotion
value of books or movies doesn't detract
from compensation for the creator. “Why
should sound recordings be the only
copyrighted works that aren’t compen-
sated when they are used for somebody
else's profit?” he asked.

In fact, the vast majority of new records

released are not helped by radio airplay,
RIAA's president argued. “Record com-
panies spend many times more money ad-
vertising on radio than they would receive
through a performance royalty. We see no
free handouts from radio.”

Gortikov reviewed the RIAA’s proposed
collection and distribution system for per-
formance royalties. The model, created by
The Roper Organization, provides for com-
pilation of data by ASCAP or BMI or
another entity to be created, under the
Copyright Royalty Tribunal's supervision.
Either station logs or on-air monitoring
would be employed at an estimated cost of
$750,000 a year.

Finally, Gortikov sounded a plaintive
note: “For more than a year, our industry
has been experiencing a substantial

consumer that records are not longer the
best entertainment value. Even though
records can be used over and over, the
consumer makes his entertainment
purchases impulsively, and today it has
become cheaper to go to a movie than itis
to buy a record.”
Too Many Doubles
Retailers aiso pointed to the proliferation
of two-record sets as having a negative im-
pact on business. According to Jim Grimes,
president of the National Record Mart

CBS $5.98 Catalog
LPs Score Notable
Holiday Successes

NEW YORK — One of the most striking
developments of the Thanksgiving retail
picture was the notable success of the CBS
$5.98 catalog albums. Most retailers re-
ported sales ranging from “visibly up” to
“near sell through,” while still more agreed
that it was very much benefiting the
otherwise lackluster "companion sales”
picture.

In an interview with Cash Box, Frank
Mooney, vice president of marketing,
branch distribution, outlined the label's
marketing strategy employed for the
albums, as well as their follow up plans.

“Qur information has been that the
Thanksgiving sales picture was good, but
not sensational, and that our $5.98 LP was
the single element that boosted sales from
the fair to the good category,” Mooney said.

“Qur reports are that those retailers that
sold the albums at list did well,” Mooney
continued, “while those that discounted
them did extremely well, in someinstances,
putting them in the top ten of sales items for
the weekend.’

‘More Value Conscious’

“Qur basic philosophy,” said Mooney,
“has been that the consumer is still around,
but that he has become more value
conscious than ever. He has, as well,

developed a patience for waiting until his

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Price Rises Hit Unit Sales,
But Cutouts, Imports Do Well

NEW YORK — While admitting that higher
record prices have affected unit sales,
classical retailers across the country say
they have been able to maintain or increase
their volume by cutting back on slow-
moving catalog and focusing on items that
sell more quickly, such as cutouts, budget
and mid-line records, and high-end import
and audiophile LPs.

“Generally, fewer records are being
bought than in past years, but the specialty
markets have held solid,” commented
Richard Frankel of Baltimore's Record &
Tape Collector. He added that “classical
sales are very much a function of how
specialized the product is. Telarc records
and other audiophile records priced at
$17.98 are selling magnificently. British
EMI's, when we get them in at well over $10,
disappear in a second if they're important
records. So people are still willing to buy
specific things.”

Similarly, Chuck Hoffmeister, operations
manager for Tower's classical annex in Los
Angeles, noted that the store’s biggest
sales items are opera recordings and im-
ports. “Unless it's something that's ex-
tremely popular,” he continued, regular
full-line catalog is selling less than it used to.

Partly for this reason, he said, “I'm in the
process of cutting way back on catalog.”
However, he added, he is stressing high-
end product more than ever, trying to ap-
peal to “people who come in and drop $500

NEW YORK — WEA Corp. and WEA Inter-
national will provide record retailers with
access to the videocassette line being
launched by Warner Communication Inc.’s
Home Video division in January, 1980.

Atthattime, WClI Home Video will release
21 pre-recorded videocassettes with a list
of prices ranging from $50 to $15. Ali but
one will contain motion pictures culled from
the film libraries of Warner Bros. and Orion
Pictures. Among the recent movies in the
initial release will be “Superman,” “The In-
Laws,” “Hooper,” “Oh, God!", “Blazing
Saddles,” “All The President's Men,” “The
Exorcist,” and "Dirty Harry.”” Older motion
pictures in the line will include “The
Searchers,” “Rebel Without A Cause,” “The
Wild Bunch,” “Woodstock,” “Deliverance,”
“East Of Eden,” “Mr. Roberts” and “The
Green Berets.'

During 1980, WCI Home Video expects
to release a total of 55 theatrical features,
while testing other program categories.
Some of the remaining titles may come
from either Orion Pictures or The Ladd
Company, both of which now release
product through the Warner Bros. distribu-
tion organization. WCI Home Video will also
license product from other producers
either under the WCIl Home Video label or
the label of the producers.

All of the films are the original, theatrical
versions. They will be made available in
both VHS and Beta configurations. The ST
Cassette Duplicating Corp. will manufac-
ture the cassette, and Shorewood Packag-
ing, a leading record jacket manufacturer,
will provide the packaging.

Generous Terms

WEA will be offering the WCI Home
Video line to U.S. retailers on relatively at-
tractive terms. Payment terms will average
net 60 days. They can be as favorable as net
85 days, but never less than 45 days,
depending upon the order cycie. The
minimum order will be $200, and WEA
promises 48-hour delivery on all orders.
While WEA will not accept returns, they will

Rounder will also be opening their own

According to Bill Nowlin, a co-owner of
Rounder, Record People will remain in
business through 1980 to settle its ac-
counts. Nowlin said that while Rounder did
not buy out, take over, or merge with
Record People, the two companies came to
an “understanding” regarding money owed
by Record People to its lines.

‘Record People did owe us a lot of
money,” Nowlin commented “and we are
putting ourself last on the list to get paid.
Our main consideration in doing something
like this is to make sure we don't look like
grasping imperialists that are going to
cause other labels to lose a lot of money.
We are very concerned that the other com-
panies get paid.’

Robert Freidman, owner of Record Peo-
ple was not available for comment, but
sources indicated that Freidman would
continue his retail business in New York
and go into "limited distsibution under a
new name.”

David Nives, a former Record People
sales manager, will head Rounder’s new of-
fices in New York, located at 169 Seventh
Ave. Brooklyn, New York.

Although WAR has had its various per-
sonnel and label changes throughout its
long and prestigious career, the band has
continued to expand and refine its funky ur-
ban sound. And if “The Music Band 2" is
any indication, WAR will be declared well
into the '80s.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC —
Fleetwood Mac's superb show at the Gar-
den proved that they are still one of the
tightest rockingest, and most inventive
bands around.

The generously long set relied heavily on
familiar Mac tunes like “Say That You Love
Me,” “The Chain,” “Rhiannon,” “You Make
Loving Fun,” and “Oh Daddy.” But there
were also a number of songs from “Tusk,”
their new double set on Warner Bros. For
the most part, the more recent material
melded smoothly into the older selections,
while revealing new directions for the band.

“Tusk.” the group's current single, was a
case in point. Although quite different from
the music on their hugely successful
‘Rumours’ album, it seemed in some ways
like a stripped-down version of their
trademark style. Instead of pretty melodies.
the band offered a thick, heavy, sensual
sound. powered by relentless rhythms. But
Mick Fleetwood and John McVie have
always formed a killer rhythm section, so it
should come as no surprise that they have
finally been brought to the fore.

Not that guitarist Lindsey Buckingham
didn't turn in an equally fine performance.
At the end of “The Chain.” for instance, he
played a ferocious solo, underpinned by
McVie's snarling bass line. And, in “Over
And Over.” a sentimental ballad from
‘Tusk,” he spun warm. liquid lines around
the sharp, brittle drumbeat.

Both Stevie Nicks and Christine McVie
were in fine form vocally. In “Landslide." for
instance. Nicks put a spell on the audience
with her ardent phrasing and control of
emotional nuance. And in “Go Your Own
Way." McVie's voice cut through the storm
of electric guitars like a blowtorch.
Moreover, when she accompanied herself
on piano in “Oh Daddy” and “Songbird,
McVie's singing was compellingly sincere.

Another strength of Fleetwood Mac has
always been their harmonizing, and the
concert offered a fine example of that in
“Save Me A Place” from the new album. A
couple of other cuts from “Tusk,” however
didn't come across as well. “Sara,” for in-
stance. sounded a little thin and ragged
compared to the LP version, and “Sisters
Of The Moon,” an encore number. also
lacked the punch it has on the album.

Danny Douma and the Lighthouse Band.
another Warners act, opened the show with
a set that was short and to the point. While
their sound owes much to groups like
Fleetwood Mac and the Eagles. the
Lighthouse Band shows leanings toward a
harder brand of rock. In that respect, at
least, they seem fairly distinctive. ken terry

THE FORUM, INGLEWOOD, CA — One of
the most exciting bands today, Earth, Wind
& Fire Iit up the Forum audience with a
spectacular show that featured both a
catalog of many of their greatest hits and a
striking display of special effects.

The nine-piece band, headed by founder
Maurice White, was in top form musically,
as they ran through a series of numbers
ranging from “That's The Way Of The
World" to “Help Me See The.Light" to the
smooth “After The Love Has Gone.

Jamming through much of the two hours
plus concert. the band had the audience

dancing and prancing in the seats and
aisles, as the cavernous Forum was filled
with the R&B/jazz/pop sound that has ear-
ned EWF such a large and loyal following.
Due to the length of the show, there was
ample time for each of the musicians to
stretch out on his own, and bassist Verdine
White, drummer Ralph Johnson and sax-
ophonist Andrew Wolfolk provided
highlights to the exciting musical evening.

EXIT/IN, NASHVILLE — The crowds
packed the Exit/In recently to hear George
Jones do what he does better than just
about anybody else — sing country songs.
And though Jones has had his share of ups
and downs recently, this night was a
definite ‘up’ and a sign of better things to
come for him.

Jones mixed his set with uptempo num-
bers and the ballads that he does so well
He worked hard all night performing for an
hour and the audience responded
enthusiastically.

This was the start of Jones' touring again
and the band he had was a new one, not
used to working with him. For that reason
there were some rough spots inthe show —
some songs that didn’t start on the right
tempo and some other awkward spots
musically. But when George stepped up to
sing one of his ballads, such as “The Grand
Tour,” “The Window Up Above,” “She
Thinks | Still Care” or “A Picture of Me
Without You" there was no denying the
enormous talent of the singer who has in-
fluenced so many others in country music.

Jones did not have any of his ‘special
friends’ on his new album drop by and per-
form with him. Butno one was disappointed
— the sheer magic and music of George
Jones is plenty.

The show began with Paul Craft perform-
ing some of his insightful and witty songs.

ZTop

MUNICIPAL AUDITORIUM, NASHVILLE —
When ZZ Top took the stage before a
packed house of 12,000 at Municipal
Auditorium in Nashviile, it was the first time
they had performed here since 1976. The
crowd provided them with a very warm
welcome back.

The three members of ZZ Top, Billy Gib-
bons, Dusty Hill and Frank Beard, filled the
vast auditorium with their raw and raunchy
sound — cooking like they'd never taken a
vacation.

Beginning with a tune off their new
album, “I Thank You,” the group moved
through songs such as “Jesus Just Left
Chicago,” "Precious and Grace,” “I'm Bad,
I'm Nationwide,” “Drivin’ While Blind,”

“Cheap Sunglasses” and “Tush,” as they
mixed their set with new numbers from the
album and old favorites.

For their encore they gave the crowd a
special treat as a rear projector and screen
came forth with the Lone Wolf Horns and
the three boys from “that little ole band
from Texas" played saxes on screen while
the band played live from the stage on “HiFi
Mama” and “She Loves My Automobile.”
They finished with two old favorites, “Mex-
ican Blackbird,” and "Jailhouse Rock”
betore heading for the dressing room after
nearly two hours on stage.

Gone this time was all the western
regalia, the rhinestone suits and the rat-
tlesnakes and steers around the stage. In-
stead, the group performed on abare stage
with Gibbons dressed in a black and white
outfit of a suit coat and pants, wearing a
black bowler, while Dusty Hill also wore
black and white, topped with a beret.

ZZ Top's sound system was superb and
the lights were elaborate, enabling them to
light up the stage in various hues to
emphasize the different moods of the
songs and performances.

Their high powered fuzz tone blues still
has the same impact it did in 1976, igniting
the audience, cutting through to the heart of
the crowd, keeping them on their feet the
entire evening, and yelling for more when
they stopped.

Opening the show was Point Blank,
whose high powered rock ‘n’ roll also whip-
ped the crowd into a frenzy — getting a
genuine encore as they pulled the crowd
along on their rock ‘n’ roll wave.

STUDIO ONE, L.A. — With her pixie haircut,
apple dumpling cheeks and tiny stature,
Samantha Sang looks like an lIrish
leprechaun. Then she opens her mouth and
the sound belongs to a giant.

The Backlot cabaret chowcase at Studio
One could barely contain Sang’s concert-
size voice as she belted out show tunes, her
pop hit, “Emotion” and several disco num-
bers off her most recent “From Dance To
Love” album.

Despite some obvious opening night jit-
ters, the Australian-born singer gracefully
segued from number to number, oc-
casionally lapsing into her little girl voice,
the signature style on her gold single,
‘Emotion.”

The title track off the disco album
managed somehow to duplicate the full
studio sound of the original, even though
Sang was accompanied by only six musi-
cians.

A medley of Al Jolson classics show-
cased the vocalist’'s versatility, especially
when she went down on her knees in subtle
homage of Jolson during the closing lines
of “Mammy.”

The finale, a torchy interpretation of
“This Is Love,” almost cried for Sang to
climb up on a piano a la Ann Blythe in The
Helen Morgan Story. Instead, the perfor-
mer went down into the audience which was
already on its feet, applauding and
demanding two encores which were gran-

CARNEGIE HALL, NEW YORK — Although
standing ovations have lost their glitter,

Spyro Gyrareceived more than their share:
three encores after an energetic, if
somewhat monochromatic program.

The highpoints of the concert were two
ballads: “Autumn Of Our Love” from an up-
coming album and another tune on which
overly strong mixing somewhat detracted
from the warmth and vibrance of the music.

Spyro Gyra is a very talented outfit, with
special kudos reserved for saxophonist Jay
Beckenstein, keyboardist Tom Schuman
and unsung composer/arranger Jeremy
Wall. But in this performance, they didn't
really break loose, except for the per-
cussionist, whose programmed antics
became distracting to the point of an-
noyance.

There were other flaws not necessarily
within the control of the group. The balance
in Carnegie's sound system favored the
horn, with little else coming through. It was
also too loud, thereby negating the nuances
of Beckenstein’s alto and soprano sax-
ophone. The man can play, but it could not
be heard this night.

Much of the material came from the un-
released album (tentatively titled “Catch My
Song”), although there were also selections
from the earlier Infinity collection, “Morning
Dance.” Taken as a whole, the set showed
the strength of the group's songwriters. But
itwould help if they would intersperse more
of other people’s music into their act. Their
sound is distinctive enough to carry
anything that comes along, as they proved
when they encored with Sonny Rollins's
“Island Lady.”

Happily, Yusef Lateef shared the bill as
he has on other occasions with Spyro.
Aside from a bland commercialism in
spots, his constantly varying colors, tim-
bres and tempos kept his audience on their
intellectual toes.

ROXY, L.A. — Being labeled a member ot
the Southern California rock fraternity
seems to be a hard stigma to live down
these days. The music has often been dis-
missed as outdated and bland and seems
to be taking a backseat to the cresting new
wave scene. However, if the urbanized
country rock genre is paced by people like
J.D. Souther, then its aficionados have
nothing to worry about.

Souther's recent set at the Roxy reinfor-
ced the fact that he is one of pop music's
great balladeers, and also revealed the soft
spoken, red-haired artist as a true rock ‘n’
roll roller.

Opening with a torrid version of “Till The
Bars Burn Down,” from his recent Colum-
bia LP, “You're Only Lonely,” J.D.
proceeded to sail through a set that in-
cluded such blistering self-penned rockers
as “James Dean,” and “Fifteen Bucks.”
Other songs from his past like the old
Souther, Furay, Hillman tunes “Border
Town’ and “TroubleInParadise,” also were
highlights.

However, Souther is mostly noted for
writing the probing, ‘loser at love’ ballads
that Linda Ronstadt has made famous. And
his versions of “White Rhythm and Blues”
and “Faithiess Love” were even more stir-
ring and heartfelt than the Malibu queen's
treatments.

Although the acoustic guitar renderings
were what drew the sold out crowd, a fine
backup band headed up by vocalist/per-
cussionist Jorge Caldeson and guitarist
Josh Leo provided Souther with a superbly

subtle rock accompaniment.

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Sugar Hill Gang

Three months ago, Guy O’ Brien was at-
tending classes at Dwight Morrow High
School in Englewood, New Jersey. Henry
Jackson was working in a pizza parlor, and
Michael Wright was gigging at smalll clubs
and private parties around New Jersey.

Today, O’Brien, known as “Master G,”
Jackson, known as “Big Bank Hank,” and
Wright, known as “Wonder Mike” are the
Sugar Hill Gang, out on a national tour with
Funkadelic to support their phenomenally
successful 12 inch disc, “The Rapper’s
Delight.”

The story of the Sugar Hill Gang (the
name comes from a famous section of
Harlem) really began when Sylvia Robin-
son, a veteran R&B writer and producer,
took notice of the popularity of DJs rapping
over disco records.

Robinson asked her teenage son, Joey,
to find some local DJ talent, and the first
person he contacted was Jackson. “I just
happened to be walking down the street
when | saw the two of them in the car’
O'Brien remembers. “I went over and we
started rapping, and then Joey took us over
to meet his mother.

Both O'Brien and Jackson had ex-
perience rapping at clubs and private par-
ties, and with the addition of Wright, Robin-
son felt the trio was ready to go into the
studio immediately. “We cut the track in two
days.” O’'Brien says. “The musicians had
laid down the instrumental tracks and we
cameinand putthe headphones onand did
the rap.”

Rapping as an art form is something to
which O'Brien has given considerable at-
tention. “Most of itis planned out,” he says.
‘You have an idea in your head and you
memorize the lines and the rhymes.
Sometimes you can be spontaneous, like if
you see a pretty girl out on the dance floor.
you make up a line. But the important thing
is to blend your voice with the rhythm of the
music so you produce one whole effect.”

And what kind of person makes a good
rapper, in O'Brien's opinion? “A rapper
mainly has to have a very good per-
sonality,” he answers. “You have to have a
quick-thinking brain and be able to come
up with clever lines and make people
dance.

Within weeks of the release of "The Rap-
per's Delight,” the record became a grass-
roots phenomenon at both the retail and
radio level. Sugar Hill Records claims sales
of over one million copies, and the song
became immensely popular on black radio
stations enabling “The Rapper’'s Delight” to
become number one on the Cash Box
Black Contemporary chart several weeks
ago.

The Sugar HillGang quickly assembled a
stage act which featured the rappers
backed up by guitarist Skip McDonald,
bass player Doug Wimbes, drummer Keith
LaBlanc, keyboard player Mate Edwards,
and rhythm guitarist Tommy Keith. The
group has been headlining concerts across
the country, as well as opening for George
Clinton's Funkadelic show in major arenas
like the Spectrum in Philadelphia.

The group’s debutalbum will be reieased
before Christmas, and, O'Brien says, the
Sugar Hill Gang plans to remain together as
a performing and recording unit, negating
critical speculation that therecord is merely
a one-shot novelty.

Newcomer Teri DeSario has found
success on the pop chart with the aid of
some pretty reputable Florida-based
neighbors. HW. Casey, K.C. of Stunshine
Band fame, produced her new “Moonlight
Madness” LP and sings duet with DeSario
on the chart climbing “Yes I'm Ready”
single (currently #51 bullet onthe Cash Box
pop singles chart), and Bee Gee Barry Gibb
penned her first chart entry in 1978, "Ain't
Nothing Gonna Keep Me From You.”

While the Sunshine State kinship has
opened some doors for DeSario, she has
been sharpening her skills on the Miami
music scene for some time. After leaving
high school, the songstress played recor-
der and harp in a Renaissance group, and
then began her professional career as a
folk singer.

However shefeltthatthe guitar detracted
from her singing voice, and in 1976 she op-
ted for amore commercial sound by joining
a local jazz/pop group called Abacus. Dur-
ing a stint at a club, Bee Gee co-producer
Albhy Galuten, a friend of DeSario’s horn
playing husband Bill Purse, saw the
promising vocalist and ended up recording
a demo tape with her.

Galuten ended up taking the tape to a
Bee Gees recording session in France.
Barry Gibb was intrigued by DeSario’s
voice and delivery, and later he wrote “Ain’t
Nothing Gonna Keep Me From You™ which
became the first single from DeSario's
debut album on Casablanca, “Pleasure
Train.’

Enter K.C. who became infatuated with
the record’s sound. “I had known K.C. in jr.
and sr. high school in Hialeah,” said
DeSario, “and he tried to find me through a
Miami radio station that had added the
record. Later | called him."”

The result of the mini-high school reu-
nion is an album called ‘““Moonlight
Madness,” which features DeSario’s
musical virtuosity and K.C.'s production ex-
pertise. The cleanly produced LP contains
intense disco workouts like the title tune,
the funkified “Sell My Soul For You,” the
liting R&B-oriented “Yes, I'm Ready” and a
joyous remake of thi Stevenson, Gaye and
Hunter chestnut, “Dencing In The Streets.”

“There are many horror stories about

-recording, but making this album was the

most fun I've ever had,” offered DeSario.
“K.C. and | put a lot of energy and passion
into our work, and his direction was great. |
never once felt stifled.”

While DeSario has been involved in 15th
century music stylings as well as folk, pop
and jazz, it is the R&B influence that stands
out the most on the new LP. “| try not to
listen to too many singers because they'll
affect my style,” explained DeSario, who
claims to have a strong affinity for the music
of jazz great Wayne Shorter. “However, I've
been influenced by Aretha Franklin, Natalie
Cole and Earth, Wind & Fire.”

DeSario is currently preparing to go on
the road with K.C. & The Sunshine Band,
and will perform at a Toys For Tots benefit
in Washington D.C. on Dec. 9. The Miami-
based entourage will tour Europe in
January, and a Feb.-Summer U.S. tour has
also been set. A K.C. and DeSario link-up
on “The Midnight Special” is a project that is
stjll in the planning stages.

ARTIST PROFILE

Little River Band: Up From
DownUnder To U.S. Success

LOS ANGELES — When Glenn Shorrock,
lead vocalist for Australia’s Little River
Band, describes the group as “rock ‘n’ roll
businessmen ... marketeers,” he's only
half-joking.

After a constant succession of hit
records down under since its inception in
1975, LRB, as the sextet is generally known,
has enjoyed one Gold (“Diamantina
Cocktail”) and two Platinum (last year's
“Sleeper Catcher” and the current “First
Under The Wire”) LPs here in the States
alone.

Add to that an impressive list of top-
charting pop singles, including “Reminisc-
ing,” “Lady,” “Lonesome Loser” and,
currently, “Cool Change,” and it's apparent
that LRB is a highly profitable enterprise, in
addition to a well-oiled hit-making
maching.

“The financial view has to be among the
top three priorities of the band,” states
Shorrock candidly. “I'm 35 and the rest of
the band members are all in their 30s. So, at
this point, we don’t have any stars in our
eyes. We're more concerned about our
future.” .

However, the future, Shorrock admits,
looks rather bright at the moment for LRB,
since the Melbourne-based group recently
jumped from EMI's Harvest label over to
Capitol Records worldwide, landing a
sizeable contract in the process.

“Financially and artistically, we've got a
good relationship with Capitol,” says
Shorrock. “We're left to our own devices
and we’re not tied down to any time
schedule. We have to produce six studio
albums and two compilation LPs to fulfill
our contract. And, it offers us more money
than any of us have seen before.”

The son of working-class parents and a
struggling musician for many years, it is lit-
tle wonder that Shorrock places such ahigh
premium on security. After all, he caught a
glimpse of fame at 17 as a member of an
Aussie pop group called The Twilights, who
dominated the national music scene there
together with the Easybeats.

“We favored the pop sound of the
Beatles, while the Easybeats preferred the
rock of the Rolling Stones,” says Shorrock.

Meanwhile, vocalist and guitarist Beeb
Birtles was playing in another fairly suc-
cessful local pop unit by the name of Zoot.
Shorrock moved from the Twilights over to
yetanother Aussie combo, Axiom, travelied
to Europe and finally landed in London,
where he joined the seminal progressive

rock group Esperanto as singer and, later,
manager.

When the 12-piece Esperanto became
too “unwieldy” for Shorrock, he left to take
on various session jobs as a backup singer
for such artists as Cliff Richard, Cilla Black
and Olivia Newton-John. After spending
five years in Engiand with little to show for it,
Shorrock was readying his return to
Australia when he was contacted by Birtles
and guitarist/vocalist Graham Goble. The
two were also in London, working in a folk-
rock band named Mississippi with drum-
mer Derek Pellicci.

“Beeb and Graham wanted a front man

Several dealers pointed out that, due to
higher prices and the eftects of inflation,
customers are becoming more selective:
impulse buying is down. Frankel stated that
in earlier years, people would have bought
things they really liked but weren’t
desperate for, and now they will only buy
the things that they most want.

According to Victor Comer, classical
department manager for the Harvard

sales advertised in the newspaper have
been increasingly effective in drawing traf-
fic to their stores. Additionally, said
Hoffmeister, since the labels’ price in-
creases went into effect, customers “tend
to buy more when we're having sales on
those labels."”

Hoffmeister added that the recent
cassette releases of previously available ti-
tles on budget lines have proved a major
boon to business, he estimated that overall,

Coop, “the most obvious way that higher
prices have affected people is that they're
really taking the time now to figure out what
they want.”

Comer said that returns of defective
records were up two to three percent over
last year. Because people are now more
quality-conscious, he added, and because
thereis a“lack of confidence” in U.S. press-
ings, “‘we've been selling less of the
American labels, but more of the imports.”

Jay Sonin, owner of the Record Hunter,
echoed Comer’s remarks about the
relationship between prices and quality
consciousness. “The effect that the higher
prices have had on the classical record
business is that they have increased the
returns.” he stated. “The higher the prices
get, the more discriminating the customers
get, and, where they used to have a record
at $6.98 or $7.98 list, now that the same
record is $8.98 or $9.98 — or in the case of
imports, even more — the customer is
becoming more discriminating, because
the money is dearer to them.”

Consumers are trying to make their
money stretch further in other ways, too,
noted the retailers. Both Rose and
Hoffmeister, for instance, pointed out that

sales of prerecorded cassettes have risen
400% in the past year, and that much of this
product was being sold to people who
already owned the corresponding LPs, but
wanted the cassettes for their car tape
players.

In the first move-
ment, for example, the brass and string sections are poorly
coordinated with each other; and the major key section of the
Adagio is much to ponderous.

Marries Video & Rock Musw

SAN FRANCISCO — A rock star dozes off
between taping sessions and dreams that
he's on trial for the unpardonable sin of fail-
ing to produce a hit record. He sings about
the “Rock 'n Roll Dreams” in his heart, as
the stage fills with bizarrely-costumed rock
types, like a new wave production of a
Fellini flick. The “record exec” in skin-tight
black satin pants tosses $100 bills out of his
pockets and sings "“Put Him Away;” the
“promoter” sings “"Wheel & Deal” as he
answers three telephones; the “critic” belts
out “This Punk Makes Me Puke;”’ a
Travolta-styled “DJ” does a disco number,
mimes cavort and on the dream goes.

It's the latest rock opera, “Rock Justice,”
onstage at the Old Waldorf Theater and
aiming for a future in video. A production of
Joe Buchwald (father of Marty Balin of Jef-
ferson Starship fame) and Bob Heyman
and sponsored by KMEL Radio, the show
has a striking lineup of top-notch songs
(written by Balin and others) and a fairly
tight script to tie the story together. A cast of
21- and 22-year olds, all local rock group
leaders, works well as each character
grabs the limelight for a short stint.

But the key feature is not the stage
presentation. Rather, the show’s promoters
believe “Rock Justice” is destined for
videotape or videodisc distribution.

During four days of shooting in mid-
November, as many as three cameras at a
time followed the action and zoomed in for
closeups as the troupe performed. Ul-
timately the many ad libs and variety of
camera angles will be edited into a tape
suitable for presentation to a film company
or the video division of a record company
(conversations with both are in progress).

Balin, former lead vocalist with the Jef-
ferson Starship and producer of “Rock
Justice,” admitted the musical is largely
autobiographical. “The idea came from my
trials with the Starship. It's ajoke to me,” he
told Cash Box. Balin staged and directed
the show in addition to writing most of the
songs and will closet himself with

videotapes for the next several months to
edit a final version. Movie negotiations are
ongoing, he confirmed, and the possibility
of placing himself in the role of the rock star
is under consideration. “| would love to
record ‘You're Such A Part of Me' " (the
show’s finale), Balin said, adding that his
personal negotiations for a record contract
are in limbo. He's been without a contract
since his deal with RCA lapsed three years
ago. It's possible — but unconfirmed — that
EMI will sign him after the first of the year.
Bet On Videodisc
Balin's idea for a theater rock piece on
videodisc began in 1977 when a demo tape
was completed and circulated to film com-
panies. For now, according to Heyman, the
goal is cable and Home Box Office ex-
posure: “There’s no home videotape
market at this point because too few people
own the equipment. The money to be made
firstis in a soundtrack LP, notvideo. Justas
records sell stereocs and not vice versa,
software is necessary to sell videotape
players.” Until the public sees an abun-
dance of videotape or videodisc product for
sale, they’ll be slow to purchase the
playback machines, he believes.
Meanwhile, pay-cable is a likely outiet.
Perhaps because the scene is San Fran-
cisco and not New York, the costs of taping
“Rock Justice” were low — four nights of

Here is a straight-ahead session by this much overlooked
tenor saxophonist. The tunes are familiar: “This Love of Mine,”

tunes sound as fresh as if they were written just before he went
into the studio. Favorite track is the opening “Bluesology.”

PASSION DANCE — McCoy Tuner — Milestone M9091 —

These are live performances from a 1978 cdncert in Tokyo.
They are also a powerful example of Tyner’s percussive use of
the piano, featuring the stellar rhythm team of drummer Tony
Williams and bassist Ron Carter on two selections. The whole
set’s relentless energy eases only on “Search For Peace” and
“The Promise.” Of the five tracks, the familiar “Moment's
Notice” and “Song Of The New World” are standouts.

WAITING FOR THE BIG WAVE — That's how Pat Metheny somewhat jocularly refers to
the next musical movement. “Sort of a cross between surf music and new wave,” the
guitaristtold Cash Box. We spoke to Pat at areception at Warner Bros. offices after a highly
successful and unprecedented (for jazz) five-night stay at the Bottom Line in New York.
“We were impressed with the turnout,” Metheny said. “We got terrific support from all par-
ties and the audiences. Even on Thanksgiving there were very few seats unoccupied.”
The busy Metheny's latest ECM album, “American Garage,” is#12on the Cash Box Jazz
Chart. Nevertheless, the jazzman has no intention of settling into his current groove. His
next album, Pat explained, will be considerably different from this one. “I want to alternate
album concepts — group, solo, guest star, So the next one will be less structured, more im-
provised, with the possibility that there will be a horn player added.” When asked if it would
be less “fusion” and more bebop, he said he didn’t adhere to categories and didn’t even
know what “fusion” meant. “| feel it's rhythmic integration,” said Metheny.
MORE FROM COMMODORE — The early part of 1979 saw the re-release of a series of
recordings originally produced by Milt Gabler whose Commodore Records were the
hallmark of an era. Although not always “new” and “different,” his early issues were fresh,
alive and, above all, honest. Columbia Special Products has undertaken the reissue
program in a chronological fashion, with the first ten bearing such names as Eddie Con-
don, Mel Powell/Joe Bushkin, Jack Teagarden/Max Kaminsky, Ben Webster/Don Byas,
Coleman Hawkins, Lester Young, Bud Freeman, Wild Bill Ovison, Billie Holiday, and Jelly
Roll Morton. The series also features supporting players such as Teddy Wilson, Slam
Stewart, Hot Lips Page, Buck Clayton and the Count Basie Rhythm section of the 30s:
Freddie Green, Walter Page and Jo Jones. An example of the richness of the repertoire is
the Billie Holiday album. Contained therein are two takes of “Strange Fruit,” the controver-
sidl pronouncement of Southern morals, the blues, “Fine and Mellow,” and the standard, I
Cover the Waterfront.” CSP and Commodore have allowed Cash Box a peak at their 1980
releases, which will be gleaned from amongst the following: Lester Young and the Kansas
City Six (V.Il), Chu Berry, Billie Holiday (V.ll), Albert Ammons, Jess Stacy piano solos,
Eddie Condon's Liederkrantz Hall Concert, Wilber and Sidney DeParis and Edmond
Hall. . .
THE YEAR OF THE BIRD — There's a button making the rounds proclaiming the “Year of
the Bird 1980.” A photo affixed is of Charlie Parker, aka “Bird.” 1980 would have been
Parker's 60th birthday and will be the 25th anniversary of his death, so writer/producer
David Himmelstein, whose forte is the bebop era, thought it was as good a time as any for
his “Risorgimento del bebop.” He plans to hold a year-long festival honoring the alto sax-
ophonist and the music he helped create. Himmelstein envisions balls, dances, concerts,
cruises and festivals in the Apple, across the country and throughout the world. He noted
that a nightclub in N.Y. named for Parker, Birdland, was now adisco. “itcould be reopened
as a jazz room for some of the time,” he told Cash Box. He added that there are numerous
major and sub-major reissues of Parker’s work on Columbia, Prestige, Roulette, Savoy,
Verve and Warner Bros., as well as several books about Bird. (More legends have surfaced
about this man than about any other in the folk genre save, perhaps, Baul Bunyon. Bunyon
had his bue ox; Bird had his plastic alto ax.) Finally, noted Himmelstein, the players could
be called from the many survivors of Parker’s groups, his former leaders and his camp
followers. Notable among these are Dizzy Gillespie, Thelonius Monk, Barry Harris, Al
Haig, Max Roach, Miles Davis, Walter Bishop, Jr., Earl ‘Fatha’ Hines, Billy Eckstine, Jay
McShann, Sonny Stitt and Phil Woods. Himmelstein has contacted some of the parties he
hopes to get involved, but nothing firm has been reported as yet.

NAB Files Petition

WASHINGTON — The NAB asked the
Supreme Court to review an appeals court
decision requiring the FCC to regulate
radio station format changes. Filing a friend
of the court petition, NAB agreed with the
FCC that format changes should be
decided by station management. The U.S.
Appeals Court for the District of Columbia
earlier had determined that such changes
are the FCC’s responsibility.

The appeals court usurped the FCC'’s
policymaking role, NAB's petition argued.
The lower court decision “violated the con-
sititutional and statutory scheme
prohibiting censorship and encouraging
free competition in radio programming,”
NAB said.

The mere threat that the government
might force a station to retain a format will
have the result of producing self-
censorship, NAB argued. This is “seriously
inhibitive to any broadcaster considering
the adoption of a format that is unique or
that might subsequently become unique in
the marketplace. Innovative programming
is thus deterred,” the petition stated.

RESPONDING TO ALBUM AIRPLAY — Inresponse to recent editorials against unin-
terrupted album airplay, Robert A. Linder, general manager of WDHA/Dover, N.J., has
written an open letter to the industry regarding this matter, excerpts of which
follow.“Let's face it, to a fair degree the radio and record industries are in direct com-
petition for the consumer’s listening time. More time spent listening to music on radio
means less time spent listening to music on records or tape. However, the record com-
panies. it would seem to me, have two rather effective weapons: (1) They can entice the
consumer to buy new and exciting music not always available at the right time on radio.
(2) They can produce a better sounding product. It can be nearly noise free with full
dynamic range. It need never tade, and can sound great anywhere. However, the
average American-made record or tape hardly even approaches the ideal. Aimost any
cassette deck with Dolby can make a dramatically better sounding tape off the air than
one marketed by the record companies. | feel peopie have not lost respect for records
because of pricing. but because they have wanted a better sounding more unique and
exciting product for the price. | feel strongly that radio station promotional airings of
new album releases are not to the detriment of the record companies, but very much to
their advantage if those releases were produced and marketed with greater consumer
appeal.’

Retailers To Receive Access
To WEA Videocassette Line

adopt the stock balancing program used by
other video software suppliers. If a retailer
makes a purchase that is equal to or greater
than his previous order, he is entitled to ex-
change up to 15% of his cumulative
purchases over the prior 180 days.

According to WCI Home Video's press
release, WEA Corp. willemploy home video
specialists to service record dealers. Russ
Bach, vice president of marketing develop-
ment for WEA, who will direct WEA’s video
sales efforts, said that he hoped more
record retailers would begin regarding
themselves as all-around software sup-
pliers.

At present, however, said Bach, 80% of
the video software retail business is being
conducted by hardware dealers, including
radio, TV and video speciaity outlets. These
hardware retailers will be able to order the
WCI videocassettes through independent
consumer electronics rep organizations.

In addition, as WCI Home Video's opera-
tion expands, Independent News, also a
WCl-owned company, may be utilized to
obtain additional distribution of the video
line. Independent News distributes books,
magazines and comics through 400 in-
dependent wholesalers servicing approx-
imately 100,000 retail outlets.

WCI Home Video is currently in discus-
sions with Fotomat Corp., as well as other
parties, about the possible rental of its
videocassettes to consumers. Mort Fink,
president of WCI Home Video, said that the
division will definitely test the feasibility of
rental, but may not use it in the long run.

Future Plans

Fink stated that his division is currently
“developing plans” with the WCI record
labels (including Warner Bros., Atlantic and
Elektra/Asylum) to create software that will
use the talents of recording artists. Ad-
ditionally, he said. WCI Home Video is in
talks with Warner Publishing about the
possiblility of basing films for the home
video market on books in print. And it is
also possible, he added, that popular War-
ner Cable shows like Nickelodeon may
wind up on videocassette.

“As for non-theatrical software, Fink
noted that WCI plans to test the waters with
cassettes like ‘“Flavors Of China,” a
Chinese cooking show which will be in-
cluded in the initial release. However. he
stressed, WCI Home Video will not use a
“shotgun” approach to marketing; rather,
the division is looking for “important
market segments that want special
programming.”

Eventually, said Fink, “we will be in the
videodisc business,” and he noted that WCl
might be able to utilize its currentand plan-
ned record pressing plants for manufactur-
ing videodiscs. Right now, though, Fink
noted, WCI Home Video is not placing any
emphasis on the videodisc because “the
market isn't there yet.” He added that he
hoped the hardware people would “get

their act together” within the near future.

Fink didn’t forsee the advent of high-
speed cassette duplicating anytime soon.
But, even if heis proven wrong, he said, and
high-speed duplicating does come in,
enabling cassette manufacturers to lower
their prices, “it won't stop the forward
march of the videodisc.” He also criticized
some videotape recorder manufacturers
for making their models more complicated
and therefore more expensive, instead of
working harder to bring alow-cost model to
market.

Fink said that WCI Home Video will in-
itially focus on print and in-store advertis-
ing for its new video line. The company will
be doing trade ads aimed at both the record
and the video specialty dealer, he added.

Asked when WEA International would be
marketing the WCI home video line abroad,
Fink replied that it would be sometime
“early in 1980."

New Appointments

Concomitant with the division’s dis-
closure of its marketing plans, Fink an-
nounced three executive appointments.
Carl De Santis has been appointed director
of program development/business affairs
for WC| Home Video, while Louis Cohen
has been named vice president/comp-
troller and Bernard Rybnick has been ap-
pointed international marketing director.

De Santis was employed in the business
affairs department of RCA Records from
1974 to 1977. Most recently, he had a
private law practice. Among other ac-
tivities, he helped package and negotiate
the forthcoming Orson Welles-Michael
Murphy film, “Never Trust An Honest
Thief,” which will be released next spring.

Cohen was previously vice president of
finance for Warner Books. Rybnick was an
assistant to Edward Bleier, executive vice
president of Warner Bros. Television, East
Coast.

album of choice is discounted. In addition,
our studies have determined that people
are becoming more conscious of the num-
bers on hit, or identifiable singles, or an
album. The combination of these factors, |
think, have made these albums, which are
essentially front-line merchandise being
sold at discount prices, an even greater
success than our expectations.’

Mooney also cited the fact that the price
factor “now puts us in direct competition
with the cost of movies.” And, he stated,
“this product is not being taped by home
taping people.”

Would the success of the albums result
in CBS adding additional titles to the line?

“Yes,” said Mooney. “One of our first
priorities will be to add country titles to the
line, and though it's too early to tell, we ex-
pect to both add and delete titles much the
same way we would with full price product.

“One of the things that is particularly
gratifying about this,” concluded Mooney, “is
that this moves the record business closer to
the norm of other businesses, who get the
highest prices for their hottest product and
discount catalog merchandise.

chain, “when | see those two-record sets |
start worrying. They are a big reason that
we are |osing the companion sale, and the
catalog sale as well. A kid has got to have
$30 to buy the new Fleetwood Mac and the
new Bee Gees, and if he buys one he
generally doesn’t have enough money to
make a second purchase.”

Yet another source of dissatisfaction with
the manufacturers was in the areas of
marketing and advertising. According to
John Cohen, president of the Disc chain,
“there has been a complete lack of efforton
the part of the manufacturers to increase
customer incentive. The manufacturers see
how well the K-Tel albums have moved as a
resuit of their television campaign, yet they
continue to confine their advertising to
radio. And, while ad money in general is
down considerably, there has been almost
no promotion for new artists. It seems that
all they're worried about is returns.”

The issue of new artist promotion was
underscored by Chuck Kozey, a store
manager for the Disco-Mat chain, who ob-
served that “the $5.98 reduced list on new
artists has practically had a negative effect
on sales. Since people have had no radio
exposure to the artists. the price factor has
a great effect on their judgement, and ithas
been my experience that the customers
have decided that if the price onitis so low,
then it must be lousy.”

Bright Spots

Still, the weekend was not without its
bright spots. There was a unanimous
agreement that the CBS $5.98 albums were
selling extremely well. Singles were also
reported to have emerged as a profit item.
According to Grimes, “with albums at
$8.98, the price discrepancy between them
and singles has become so great that the
consumer has taken a second look at them™
Jerry Schulman, president of the Listening
Booth chain, confirmed that “the increase
in singles has been genuine. Now, with the
list price at $1.49, they've become a profit
item again.” Other items which retailers
pointed to as helping the profit picture were
blank tapes., whose sales were described
by one retailer as “on fire,” K-Tel albums,
cutouts, and budget LPs.

But several retailers reported very good
sales weekends for front line product. They
scored other retailers for not coming to
terms with the new realities of a market-
place where profits are diminishing, yet still
substantial.

Spend Own Money

Linda Stellinger, record buyer for the
Harvard Coop, reported a ‘“very good
weekend. up quite a bit over last year.
Everybody's crying about how bad
business is, but | want them to know that
somebody outhereis doing well. We've had
to spend a considerable amount of our own
money for advertising, but when things are
off, that is exactly the time that you have to
spend more, even though manufacturer's
policies inidicate that they think otherwise. |
can’t wait for them to make their decisions.
Records are an impulse item, and this is
one month that you can’t mess with.”

Early Christmas

Jerry Schulman also contended that
retailers make a mistake in comparing this
year's holiday season with last year's. “Dur-
ing the '78 season. the bottom fell out dur-
ing the months of September through early
November,” recalled Schulman. “The
manufacturers came with no hit product
whatsoever during those months. Then,
when the holiday season began. they came
with all their product at once, so holiday
sales refiected that one big burst of energy.
This year, the sales flow started much
earlier, so that even if we just stay close
from now through the end of December,
then it's a good sign.’

Optimistic View

Russ Solomon, president of Tower
Records, was also optimistic. ““The
economic conditions that everyone has
been decrying have actually had a positive
effect on the record business. Because
people are more reluctant to buy large
items like cars, they now have a lot more
money to spend on smaller, more dis-
posable things. And records happen to be
one of those things that don't cost as much
by comparison.”

Heilicher concluded, “there’s no time to
be pessimistic. The retailer has to sit down
and say, 'this is the new arithmetic.’ We're
not going to move the same volume of units
anymore. If we do, then we’ve become vic-
tims of the same numbers game as the
manufacturers. But we can no longer afford
to have profitless prosperity.”

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What Do Retailers Use For
Successful In-Store Sales?

by Jennifer Bohler

NASHVILLE — Walk into any retail record
store. and you will probably be inundated
with a vast amount of record albums and
singles; all in that store for one sole pur-
pose — to be sold. With so much recorded
product available on today's market, how
do retailers highlight one particular album,
or line of product? How do you get the
customer’s attention? In other words. what
sells a record?

Cash Box recently conducted a survey of
various retail outlets and found that a
variety of factors contribute to the selling of
an album: specifically in-store play,
promotional tools, such as posters. stand-
ups, etc.. and where a particular album is
racked: pop. country or in both sections.

Country product sales have been quite
healthy this year. Of course, itis experienc-
ing a bit of the economic malady that has
plagued the industry this year, but it is
basically managing to stay above water.
Country product is actively vying for a good
chunk of the total monies consumers spend
on albums. But, is country product getting
the same push in retail outlets that pop
product is getting? Is it getting its fair share
of promotion on the retail level? The survey
gives indication that country is actively
being promoted by the retailers. But there
are some problems.

Promo Tools

Basically the problem lies with the
promotional tools labels send with new
product releases. Where display materials
used to run freely, there now seems to be
but a trickle. Many of the retailers
questioned reported that they were not
receiving enough promotional materials for
the country product, and indicated that they
had most definitey noticed a cutback in the
amount of materials they were receiving, as
compared with last year.

Lee Perron. manager of Friends Two
Records in Oklahoma City noted, “We
really believe in in-store marketing. We
have good displays, and we change them
often. But lately I've noticed a cut-back in
the amount of display material | receive. |
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used to get too much, but now | don't get
enough.”

Pete Steed, owner of Radio Doctors in
Atlanta expressed much the same senti-
ments, and added, ‘'We use the
promotional tools, but we just can’t get
enough of the country material. | think
country is not promoted like it should be —
like pop is promoted for instance.”

“We use country promotional tools when
we can get them,” said Keith Hollifield,
manager of Camelot Music here in
(continued on page 30)

Nashville. I find there is very little
promotional stuff available for country
product. I'm even receiving much less now
than| was at the beginning of thisyear. RCA
used to send all sorts of good stuff on their
artists. Same with CBS. Now you see very
little. CBS is really wanting to push country,
but notto the point of laying out some heavy
dollars as far as promoting it.”

Karen Hill, manager of Wizard's Records
in Nashville, is another who likes to utilize
country promotional tools, but is also
another who reports she is not receiving
enough to adequately utilize in-store
marketing. “Since last January there has
been a decrease in the amount of
promaotional stuff we get in, but of course
there has been a decrease in almost
everything. But country promotion has
been almost eliminated. Every now and
then we get some Elektra stuff, but that's it.
We have a large space alotted to country
promotion — the whole back of the store is
for country, the wall-space and everything.
We do the best we can with it.”

All told, do these promotional tools aid
sales at all? Barry Mayer, manager of Dis-
count Records in Nashville thinks so.
“There is so much product out, you have to
use the promotional items to get the
customers to notice the product. | find the
larger the display, the more noticeable it is.
I really think the promotional stuff helps.
You sell more — especially the hotter ar-
tists. Through the promotional aids, the
customer can spot new product without
asking the sales people — a lot of people
don't like to ask. You probably miss sales
because people are afraid to ask about a
particular album. If a display makes it
noticeable, they can find it.”

In-Store Play

In-store album play is another useful tool
utilized by retailers. Of course the heavy
pop releases usually find no problem
getting a turn on the table. But what about
country; specifically hard-core country?

We found that the retailers questioned
say they do play country albums in-store.
But the majority of artists enjoying this in-
store play are the cross-over country artists
like Kenny Rogers, Crystal Gayle, Waylon
Jennings and Willie Nelson, among a few
selected others.

Perron at Friends Records cites in-store
play as a major part of their in-store
marketing plan. He said that he has broken

records through in-store play. Even if an
atbum is not breaking on radio, and it's a
‘good” album, he will play it in the store,
and more often than not, sell the product.

Artists who enjoy the benefits of in-store
play are often determined by the location of
the store. Noted Cathy Culmone, buyer for
Music Plus in Los Angeles, the location of
the store (there are 20 Music Plus storesin
Los Angeles area) has a great deal to do
with who is played. “Some of our stores in
the out-lying areas of Los Angeles that do a
good country business will play any of the
country product (crossover or hard-core).
But the other stores that don’t do that much
country business will probably just stick to
the crossover artist.

“I'd say this in-store play does help sales,
butitis hard to say with country. Againitde-
pends on the location of the store. Our
Hollywood store wouldn't play a strictly
country record. Butif we goto the store, say
outin Pomona, they’ll play a Conway Twitty
record, and they'll sell it from that play.”

The way a potential cross-over record,
like a Kenny Rogers or Crystal Gayle, is
racked may not be quite as important in
sales response as the in-store play or the
promotional tools, but according to
retailers, racking has its own inherent
benefits and dangers.

The benefits are fairly obvious. Rock fans,
who would not walk near the country section
of a store; are exposed to country artists if
they are racked both in the pop and country
sections. But. some retailers ciaim this can
become confusing to the customer.

“We rack our crossover artists strictly
country,” said Dutch Cramblitt, manager of
Circles Records in Phoenix. “Even though
these artists are crossover, our customers
still identify them as country artists. it has
been our experience that people looking
‘for country crossover artists gravitate
towards the country racks looking for those
artists.’

“We rack strictly country on crossover
stuff,” noted Lenny Lewis, owner and
supervisor of Stan's Records in
Shreveport.” “Most of the country
crossover people are basically country.
They may be crossover, but most of our
customers still consider them country and
look for them in the country section.” In-
store marketing is a viable part of the total
merchandising campaign, as evidenced by
the responses gathered from various
retaiters, and by all accounts a successful
aspect. But the recent scarcity of
promotional tools, which is a reflection of
the present economic situation, should be
remedied, if retailers are to carry on their
in-store marketing plans.

video taping on %-inch costroughly $3,500.
The whole production was mounted for
“under $10,000.” But the returns are also
low. “If we break even and wind up with a
goodvideotape, that's the best we can hope
for,” said Heyman. “The intimacy of a small
hall is required,” so “Rock Justice" is play-
ing to a 600-person audience.

Heyman's long range bet is on
videodiscs, as opposed to VTR's as the
medium of the video-rock future. “l've
never believed in tapes,” he said. “They're
good for selling porn. But discs are cheap:
for $500 worth of equipment (half the price

ot a Betamax), you can get a good
videodisc system. Videodiscs are going to
replace LPs as surely as stereo replaced
mono.”

‘Muslic Is Basic’

Despite advances in technology and the
premise of tying video to rock, there's no
substitute for good musical quality. “If the
song isn't great, the video can’t compen-
sate. The music is still basic,” Heyman
noted. Still, the marriage of video and rock
is inevitable, in his opinion. “Someday
videodiscs will be 80-90% rock 'n roll,” he
predicted. Of course, nobody is placing
bets on when that will happen.

for the band and they called me up,” says
Shorrock. “We started rehearsing back in
Australia in March of 1975. We were just
three weeks old and still using the name
Mississippi to get work but some folks felt it
wasn't cricket for an Australian band to
have an American name.

“Well, one night, we were driving to a gig
and there it was on a freeway sign — ‘Little
River.' | told Beeb, who was sitting next to
me, that | thought that would be a nice title
for a song but he said, ‘What about a name
for our band?' | talked it over with the other
guys in the band and the name just stuck.”

Shortly thereafter, Shorrock, Birtles, Go-
ble, Pellicci and bassist George McArdle,
formerly a studio musician, cut their self-
titled debut album as the Little River Band
and aimost overnight had a Top 10 single
in Australia. However, it wasn't until April of
1976 that the LP was released in the U.S.
and two singles, “It's A Long Way There”
and *I'lll Always Call Your Name," entered
the pop charts here. LRB was on its way to
breaking in this country but was still in the
process of finding its identity.

“Atthe startof the group, we had all of the
ingredients but no niche of our own,”
reflected Shorrock. “"We didn’t fit in
anywhere and there was no slot people
could put us in. It didn't take us long to
realize, though, that our non-image was ex-
actly what identified us. We were able to
concentrate on the music totally.”

LRB’s second LP, “Diamantina
Cocktail,” named after a very strong Aussie
concoction, earned the band its first Gold
record in the U.S., with the support of two
pop hits, “Help s On The Way,” and “Happy
Anniversary.” The band astutely followed
the album's release with its second world
tour so that by the time they began work on
the “Sleeper Catcher” album, they had at
least gained worldwide recognition, if not
star status.

Important Record

“It's hard to put a finger on when we
broke or what actually broke us,” says
Shorrock. “ ‘Help Is On The Way' was cer-
tainly an important record for us over here
in America. Tome, it seems like itwasmore
of a gradual thing.”

“Sleeper Catcher” scored LRB its first
Platinum album stateside, yielding back-
to-back top 10 hits, the softly swinging
“Reminiscing” and the equally lilting
“Lady.” By thattime, producer John Boylan
had become a permanent fixture with the

group, assisting behind the boards.

Shortly before LRB’s current LP, “First
Under The Wire,” was to be cut, David
Briggs was added as lead guitarist, lending
a harder rock flavor to much of the group’s
material as well as becoming the fourth
writer in the band, along with Shorrock, Bir-
tles and Goble. In fact, Briggs penned
“Lonesome Loser.”

“There’s so much input from the different
writers in the band, that we're able to pick
the absolute best from everyone,” states
Shorrock. “That's what attracted me to the
band in the first place. Thatand the fact that
we could all sing so well together.”

in other changes, bassist McArdle was
replaced by Barry Sullivan, and keyboard-
ist Mal Logan was added temporarily for
the band's recent tour. Despite the number
of musicians and writers involved in every
facet of LRB's existence, Shorrock points
out nearly everything has run smoothly up
to now.

“We work very democratically. At this
point, it's been a fairly organic thing. Of
course, people dominate in differentareas,
either in the studio, as Graham does, or on
stage, as | do.

“Now that we have achieved some
degree of success as LRB, we can branch
out and do what we want as individuals. In
my case. I'd like to pursue moviemaking
more.’

The rugged, affable Shorrock has
already appeared on an Australian
comedy-variety TV show and plans to do
two films in the near future, one about drug-
running and the other on the life of Johnny
O'Keefe, the father of Australian rock ‘n
roll.

As for the other band members. Graham
Goble and Beeb Bir.ies are currently in the
process of completing a gospel album and
David Briggs plans to produce several local
Aussie acts.

Inthe meantime, LRB is also preparing to
put together alive LP, tracks for which were
recorded during the last eight shows of its
U.S. tour, in addition to three nights with the
Adelaide Symphony Orchestrain Australia.

Though the group remains busy and suc-
cessful, Shorrock added that he would like
to see the group earn a#1album here as its
ultimate goal.

“That would be the climax of the success
story for us,” noted Shorrock. “I don't
necessarily want to see us become a #1
band. I'd like us to leave a little bit of space,
hang around in the Top 10, hopefully, and
maybe retire gracefully.”

Although | did tone down the show, | decided that | would make a
special dedication to the censor board on my last night. So |
dedicated my “Phuck U Symphony” to them.

Members’
names will be printed in her “Hot Tracks” newsletter.
WATCH THIS DJ — 20-year-old John Dunn spins at the posh
private Beverly Hills disco, Club Elyse. The club is temporarily
closed while extensive remodeling takes place. Elyse will probably
undergo a name change as well. Before his present gig, which
started only five weeks ago, Dunn was the DJ at Tiftany’s in Encino,
a Los Angeles suburb. Prior to that, he was involved with mobile
disco units. While studying at a local college, Dunn gave up a crack
at a successful tennis career to get involved in the mobile disco
business. In addition to his spinning duties and weekly meetings
DJ John Dunn with fellow jocks to discuss mixing concepts, Dunn aiso finds time
to do independent promotions for Powerplay Productions, which most recently produced
Halloween. The young DJ’'s career goals are modest enough and include "producing
records and having my own record label someday.”
SAMANTHA SINGS — In L.A. for a series of concerts at the Backlot of Studio One, lovely
Samantha Sang dropped by Cash Box to discuss her career, her new album and her
mixed feelings about disco music. A professional singer since the age of 16, the 27-year-
old blonde recalled how she got hooked up with fellow Australian Barry Gibb of the Bee
Gees.

Hecio Cuomo of CBS reports the release
of two local albums by folk chanteuse Julia
Elena Davalos, and another by tango
master Osvaldo Fresedo who returned to
the recording studios after an absence of
18 years . .. Two more CBS artists show-
cased their product recently at the Bauen
Hotel, melodisc chanteuse Maria Martha
Serra Lima and Trio San Javier.

Nestor Selasco of Sicamericana infor-
med Cash Box that the commercial
manager of the company, Hugo Piombi,
travelled (o several cities of the interior to
start promotional campaigns for the sum-
mer sales season on radio and television.
The label is now strengthening its budget
line, as we have already reported, and is
also acting increasingly in the cassette
field.

Company head John Lear reports that
Phonogram threw a party at the Bauen
honoring Susana Rinaldi, who recently
signed with the label. Rinaldi sang the
music from her latest album, “Paris-
Buenos Aires,” which was recorded in
France a few months ago and released
there on the Barclay label. Rinaldi has
strong pasibilities of success, not only in
France, but also in other European coun-
tries. In addition, she usually tours there
twice a year.

RCA is pushing strongly its new album
recordgd by folk group Los Chalchaleros,
featuring string backing by local arranger
Horacio Malvicino, also known as Alain
Debray. The LP seeks both the traditional
folk and ti;ne instrumental customers, and is
really an interesting experience. On the pop
side, there are big hopes around an album
by Swedish group ABBA, which includes
their latest hit, “I Have A Dream,” sung in
Spanish.

EMI artist Gian Franco Pagliaro started
recording his new LP before his upcoming
tour to Venezuela and Central America.

Australia

MELBOURNE — Australian soft rock group
Alr Supply has signed a $1.5 million long-

term contract with Arista Records. The
signing took place in New York following
negotiations between Arista president
Clive Davis and Robbie Porter, chief ex-
ecutive of Wizard Records here.

This is Arista’s second Australian signing
in two months. Their first, The Sports, are
currently at #151 on the Cash Box album
charts with their USA debut album “Don't
Throw Stones.” Their single, “Who Listens
To The Radio,” is also getting some atten-
tion.

Air Supply previously had an album
released in the USA — “Love And Other
Bruises” on Columbiain 1977 — coinciding
with the group’s tour of America as guest
support on Rod Stewart’s tour.

The group's recent local hit, “Lost In
Love,” will be released by Arista in late-
December, to be followed by an album in
January. Titled “Life Support,” the album
will contain four re-mixed tracks from the
local album of the same name (which has
just gone gold), plus four or five new songs.
The Arista deal is for all territories except
Australia, Canada, New Zealand and South
Africa.

A five-piece band, Air Supply is fronted
by founding members Russel Hitchcock
(vocals) and Graham Russell
(guitar/vocals), who also writes the band's
material.

CBS Australia has launched the
“Rocktagon” campaign, one of the most
aggressive and expensive radio and televi-
sion promotions in the local industry. The
$500,000 campaign is pushing the follow-
ing albums — ELO’s “Discovery” and its
forthcoming greatest hits package, Bob
Dylan’s “Slow Train Coming,” local group
MI-Sex’ “Grafitti Crimes,” Santana’s
‘“Marathon,” Cheap Trick’s ““Dream
Police,” Toto’s “Hydra,” “Chicago 13,”
Barbra Streisand’s “Wet” and Ellen Foley’s
“Night Out.”

The campaign, aimed at stimulating
Christmas sales, will use almost every radio
and television station in the country. CBS
has been one of the most active companies
locally over the past few months.

Sydney-based television production
company Reg Grundy Productions, has
formed its own label, Go Records. The
company produces several soap operas for
local television (The Restless Years, The
Young Doctors and Prisoner) and plans to
achieve hit records by using singer/actors
from the casts of their popular shows. First
release will be from Eric Oldfield, who ap-
pears in The Young Doctors.

ABBA’s greatest hits package took just
two weeks to notch a double gold in
Australia . . . And Elton John’s “Victim Of
Love" has also gone gold here — the first
territory in the world to accord the record
gold status . . . Dan Peek, former member

CRIA Appeals To PDs To Stop
Encouraging Home Taping

TORONTO — Characterizing the en-
couragement of home taping as “an act of
moral irresponsibility,” the Canadian
Recording Industry Association (CRIA) has
appealed to the program directors of Cana-
dian radio stations to cease the practice at
once.

In a letter dated Nov. 22, 1979, CRIA
president Brian Robertson cited the “in-
creasing instances of radio stations en-
couraging listeners to tape commercial
recordings off the air,” then warned that
“the duplication of any copyright work
without permision, even in the privacy of
one’'s home, is illegal and the open solicita-
tion of such an activity consititues
‘conspiracy’ in the act.’

JPRA Calls For Sales
Tax To Be Eliminated

TOKYO — The Japan Phonograph Record
Association (JPRA) has submitted a peti-
tion to the Japanese government and the
Diet (parliment) asking for the abolishment
of the sales tax on records.

The petition, submitted by JPRA presi-
dent Saburo Watanabe, contained two
main pointsinits requestfor abolishment of
the tax.

First, the JPRA contends that music, as
an art form that contributes to the health of
the spirit, should not be taxed at all.

Second, while records have been subect
to the sales tax since 1937, books and
magazines are not. Such a discrepancy is
unfair, the JPRA contends.

Governmental comment on the petition
was not available at press time.

Robertson warned that continuation of
such activities would cause “the erosion of
the business base of the legitmate
industry.”

As an example, Robertson cited a study
undertaken in England in 1977 that showed
a potential loss in record sales in that coun-
try of more than $300 million, almost 30% of
the total annual sales there.

‘Short-Sighted’

Robertson went on to say that “what con-
cerns the Canadian industry is the
seemingly short-sighted and self-
interested actions of a number of radio sta-
tions openly encouraging this illegal prac-
tice.”

Getting specific, Robertson stated that
the encouragement of home taping was a
“conspiracy thatis being propagated by the
programming and promotion of multiple
album tracks and, in some instances, of
total albums. On some occasions, these
albums are being aired, illegally, prior to
release date.

Continuing Piracy

“In recent weeks,"” Robertson continued,
“we have received evidence that some sta-
tions are publicizing and playing bootleg
recordings which, considering the threat
that record and tape piracy currently poses
to the legitimate record industry around the
world, would seem to be an act of moral
irresponsibility.”

Citing the obvious damage to the
liviihood of the artists and the record in-
dustry in general, Robertson concluded his
appeal by warning that both radio and
records would eventually suffer “without
the continuing healthy flow of artists and
music.”

King Records Reports
10% Drop In Revenues

TOKYO — Total sales revenues for King
Records K.K. decreased significantly dur-
ing the first half of the 79-80 fiscal year
(March 21 to Sept. 20). Total revenues of
more than 5.9 billion yen ($24.9 million)
were 10% down from the same period the
previous year.

Of the total revenues, records accounted
for 4.2 billion yen ($17.7 million), down 16%
from the same time last year; while pre-
recorded tapes yielded revenues of 1.7
billion yen ($7.2 million), up 7.4% from last
year.

The decrease in revenues was caused in
part, according to the company, by the ex-
piration ot King's agreement with A&M
Records and the lack of hit product like
“Star Wars.”

WEA Denies Rumors
Of Cuts In UK Disc Ads

LONDON — Rumors recently circulating
around the UK music business that WEA in-
tended to stop all advertising expenditures
for several months have been firmly denied
by managing Jirector John Fruin.

However, WEA is monitoring and
scrutinizing the overaii effectiveness of ad-
vertising, with a view to trimming its
budgets.

EMI UK To Drop
Imports Division

LONDON — EMI Records UK will close its
imports division, effective Dec. 31, 1979.
The decision to close this area of the com-
pany — a part of EMI Records'international
operations — follows a substantial drop in
catalog business in the UK record market
as aresult of the current economic climate.

Ramon Lopez, managing director of EMI
Records UK, stressed that the company
had made extreme efforts to keep the im-
port service open by saying that “we realize
the importance of specialized import
product to a large number of dealers.”

However, Lopez added, “In the end, we
had to fully acknowledge the economic
reality of the situation. In addition to being a
part of our quest at all times for internal ef-
ficiency, this decision was taken in light of
the problems affecting catalog sales in a
reduced market and the additional
problems that faced the import division of
selling specialist and minority catalog in
these difficult times.”

Gebhardt Named To
Int’l A&R Post At CBS

FRANKFURT — Gerd Gebhardt has been
named to the post of group manager of in-
ternational A&R for CBS Records Ger-
many. Gebhardt's appointment to the post
was spurred by the re-establishment of the
international A&R department of CBS Ger-
many, which will be responsible for the
selection and release of non-German
product.

Gebhardt joined CBS Germany's press
department in 1971 and later moved to
radio promotion. He was promoted to radio
promotion manager in 1975.

MUNICH — The German Phono Academy
held its “Newcomer Festival” from Nov. 11-
14 in Wuerzburg. In a way, this festival
demonstrated the total misery of the Ger-
man pop generation. Most young enter-
tainers seem to forget that this is show
business and that people want to be enter-
tained. On three different nights, new-
comers from the folk music, jazz and
rock/pop categories were offering their
talents in competition with a total of six
groups per night.

Since very little positive can be said,
some criticism and advice can only be point-
ed out instead. In order to survive, young
musicians should realize that the inter-
national musical standard is strictly
measured by the entertainment value, as
well as lyrics added to musical harmonies.
There was nothing new and original among
the groups presented, and the winners
seemed to be a compromise with cir-
cumstances.

The idea of a Newcomer Festival can only
be applauded; however, the choice of con-
testants must be made in view of the reality
of this business. A very boring affair.

The Casablanca label will change Ger-
man distribution from Bellaphon Records
to Phonogram Records by Jan. 1, 1980. Es-
pecially at a time when Kiss and Donna
Summer have reached top chart positions,
this may be a great gain for Phonogram.

Rolf Budde Musikverlage are pushing
the Leonard Cohen catalog and the latest
album, ‘“Recent Songs,” while the
singer/poet is performing to SRO crowds
on his present German tour ... Andreas
Budde is also giving a nice plug to The
Tourlsts, a new British pop group that just
released its second album, “Reality Effect,”
on Metronome.

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mlinbis Operators Defeat Legislation
Which Would Increase License Fee

CHICAGO — Earlier this year lIllinois
operatorg were faced with the possibility of
an exorbitant increase in the amusement
machine license fee from the $10they were
paying to $200 per machine per year. A bill,
stipulating the increased rate, had beenin-
troduced in the lllinois State Senate and
many operators felt the proposal was
prompted by adverse publicity which had
been appearing in the Chicago Sun-Times.

Through the efforts of the lllinois Coin
Machine Operators Association,
spearheaded by then president Kem Thom
of Western Automatic Music, operators
rallied together in a campaign to defeat the
bill, and this was accomplished. The bill
was amended and postponed, leaving the
license fee at $10 per year.

A determining factor in the legislative
victory was a prepared statement designed
to dispel any erroneous misconceptions
being harbored by the public or members
of the Senate Revenue Committee, and
present an accurate portrayal of the
operator’s business and income. The state-
ment app=ars below and Kem Thom, one of
the three panelists who moderated the
AMOA Gtate Association Conference,
asked that Cash Box print it for the benefit
of other aperators who might be facing a
similar situation. He also distributed copies
of the stalement at the AMOA conference.

“We are here today representing the II-
linois Coin Machine Operators Association.
We feetl that with our experience in the coin
machine business, we can provide helpful
information to use in making a determina-
tion on S.B. 237.

“Qur first point is to show the income
potential of the machines we operate. Con-

trary to public opinion, our machines are
limited to an income based on time. By
time, we mean how long it takes to earn a
quarter. The maximum potential of a
jukebox is fifteen songs per hour. That is
arrived at by taking fifteen records at four
minutes each. Popular pricing is five tunes
for 50¢. Computing this, the maximum in-
come a jukebox canearnis $1.50 per hour.

A pinball machine, on the other hand,
averages approximately seven minutes per
game. This averages out to eight games per
hour @ 25¢ per game, which equals a max-
imum income of $2 per hour. The seven
minutes per gameincludes any free replays
earned by the player. Using the jukebox
figure of $1.50 per hour and the game
figure of $2 per hour, we arrive at an
average of $1.75 maximum income poten-
tial per machine per hour.

The weekly earnings of a machine are
based upon the playing hours at each loca-
tion. We have found that the average locations
have a prime time of between three to five
hours per day. That is the Pub or Lounge type
location averages five hours per day prime
playing time, and the youth centers, fraternal
posts, social club type locations average
about three hours prime playing time per day.
So. using our average of four hours per day,
times six days per week, we arrive at twenty
four prime hours per week, times $1.75 per
hour or $42 per week income, per machine.
These figures may surprise many of you, as
they have surprised the general public when
they have been made aware of the earning
potential of these machines.

“These figures are reinforced by national
surveys conducted by trade papersin 1978.

growing,” he added. “Quality isthe key. Our
vending and manual foodservice programs
have set new standards for this industry.”

Currently, 35 per cent to 45 per cent of all
dollars spent on food are for foodservice
away from home, Miller noted. T he in-plant
foodservice segment of this spending will
continue to grow, he added.

“| believe you're going to see a continu-
ing shift toward a more European-type of
work environment in which food is a vital
component in the employee compensation
program.” the executive predicted. "As
more wives have to work to offset inflation,
you'll see more and more people eating
their main meals at work.”

Changes in demographic mix and pop-
ulation distribution also will influence Can-
teen’s growth directions. he added: “We'll
be seeing smaller families, a growing mid-
dle class. perhaps a new baby boom with
dramatic increases in the number of new
families, plus changes in life styles with new
patterns of consumption.

““One thing seems clear,”’ Miller
declared. “All arrows point in one direction
— toward growing opportunity for those
businesses that are prepared to provide
service. quality and convenience to the
consumer. One of the secrets of Canteen’s
success is that we have always prepared for
the future.

These national trade papers are Cash Box
Magazine, Replay Magazine and Playmeter
Magazine.

These surveys indicate the average in-
come from jukeboxes to be $41.94 and the
average income from games to be $36.31,
to arrive at a national average income per
machine of $39.12.

‘From this amount, commissions are
paid to the location, which usually amounts
to fifty percent. This leaves the operator
with a balance per machine of $20 to cover
all his expenses. that being the purchase of
equipment, labor, vehicles, insurance,
parts. buildings and last but not least.
Federal, State, City, County and local
licenses.

“With this information we have present-
ed to you, you can see why we are so con-
cerned with any increase in the state
licenses.

‘Pass It On’

“The typical reaction o a tax increase is
to pass it on to the consumer. In our in-
dustry this is very difficult to do for the
following reasons:

1. Most of the equipment we have is built
to accept quarters only, therefore, any
price increases represent a large increase
in the cost to the customer to use our
machines. As all of you are aware, if the
price escalates too rapidly, we will lose our
customers.

2. When, as a last resort we must raise
our prices, it means we must have a service
technician visit each machine on the route. He
must replace any parts and make adjust-
ments necessary to each machine. We also
must convince the location owner the raise
in price is necessary. As is evident, we don’t
just change a sign, or stamp a new price on
a package. Our pricing increases are very
involved and time and cost consuming.

“Qur industry directly employs over ten
thousand people in the state of lllinois, in
the operation, distribution, and manufac-
turing of coin operated machines. Any in-
crease in the state tax would cause areduc-
tion of employment in our industry. This
would be caused by the reduction of the
number of machines in marginal accounts
such as youth centers, American Legion,
Moose. Elk Lodges, and smaller Ma & Pa
type businesses. It would also cause a
reduction in the purchase of machines
manufactured inlllinois, whichin turn could
reduce the manufacturing employment.
T his tax could have a snow-ball effect on
profitability and employment of many Il-
linois companies (suppliers of parts, com-
ponents, etc.)”

downturn in sales and profits. This had had
a very harsh effect on the companies, their
creative employees, on the vocalists and
musicians. The 'fat cats’ — as radio likes to
call us — are mighty lean today.

Union Support

Calling enactment of H.R. 997 “the right
and ethical thing to do," Victor Fuenteabla,
president of the American Federation of
Musicians, testified in tavor of a perfor-
mance right. He detailed the bill's
legislative history and noted the
technological and social changes which
displaced musicians nationwide. “What is
unigue about our plightis that we have dis-
placed ourselves with our own creations on
sound recordings,” Fuenteabla said,
adding that musicians in the U.S. earn a
median income of $4,668, according to the
last census.

Jack Golodner, director of the AFL-CIO's
Department for Professional Employees
(representing 26 unions}, backed H.R. 997
“both from the paint of view of the creative
artists and from their audience.”

Golodner tackled the constitutional
arguments for performance rights, citing
Registrar of Copyrights Barbara Ringer's
endorsement. Secondly, he refuted radio
broadcaster charges of the negative effects
of the proposed royalty. “Whileitis true that
the major source of royalties will be paid by
the radio broadcast licensees, please
remember that over three-quarters of the
average radio station’s programming con-
sists of sound recordings . . . the basis on
which these stations sell advertising and
earn profits,” he stated.

Blasts Broadcasters

AFTRA's chief executive, Sanford Wolff,
voiced support for H.R. 997 to protect the
"unique and creative acts” of performances
on sound recordings. He blasted the argu-
ments of broadcasters, “who prosper enor-
mously through the monopolies they have
been granted over the airwaves,” along
with jukebox proprietors and background
music companies — for what he called
“narrow financial self-interest.”

Broadcasters claim they are entitled to
compensation from cable TV for programs
which are retransmitted, Wolff noted. Yet
broadcasters deny that performers and
record companies who produce the bulk of
their radio programming are entitled to
compensation, he added. Commenting on
this “irony,” Wolff said, "l don’'t know

whether to iabel this as chutzpah or
schizophrenia.”
Broadcasters’ Opposition

The National Association of Broad-
casters assistant general counsel, James
Popham, called the performance right “un-
fair, unwise and unnecessary.” Performers
and record companies are already “well
compensated” for their efforts, he said,
citing an NAB study which puts the 1976
median household income for AFM and
AFTRA members surveyed at $16,000 and
$18,000, respectively — higher than the
population in general.

NAB revived the claim that the bulk of the
royalty funds would go to “artists already in
the upper income brackets.” And while the
sum involved in H.R. 997 is “just more
frosting on the cake to most of the pertfor-
mers that receive it,” it “is of a substantial
concern to small business radio broad-
casters,” Popham charged. He also cited
the “tremendous value of radio record play
to the recording industry” as compensation
enough.

In a stap at record companies’ bargain-
ing power over artists, Popham asked
whether it's possible to guarantee the 50-50
split of royalties; “will record companies not
be able to use their superior bargaining
position to ultimately extracta bitmore than
what was intended, at the expense of per-
formers?”

Joining in opposition to the bill was
National Radio Broadcasters Association
president Sis Kaplan, who argued for less
“bureaucratic regulation” — a familiar
theme of radio representatives at the FCC
and before Congress. H.R. 997 “would up-
set the delicate balance between the in-
terests of broadcasters and artists which
the marketplace has nurtured,” she
suggested.

AMOA Argument

Wayne Hesch presented the AMOA op-
position to the legislation on grounds of
“unfair economic burden'” on small
business jukebox operators who are
already pinched by inflation. He also op-
poses the bill “on principle” since, he
argued, record manufacturers cannot be
considered “authors” within the terms of
the Constitution.

The bill would add one more burden
upon us, $1 per jukebox per year, that is
certain to make more jukebox locations
economically unprofitable,” Hesch asser-
ted.

The awards ceremony will be held at the Beverly Wilshire
Hotel in Beverly Hills, Calif. on Dec. 9. Meanwhile, on the other coast, Midler's five-week
Broadway show, entitled "Bette: Divine Madness,” broke a record for advanced ticket
sales. In one day, the box office collected $282,000 . . . This sphinx-like statement from
Rich Aronstein: “Channel Records is on permanent ‘hiatus.” " .. . From the not-exactly-
gilding-the-lily department: Arista's Audrey Josephreceived a singing telegram from the
Indlana Record Pool. The idea may have been sweet, but the contents of the telegram were
definitely a combination of sweet and sour. In rather clever verse, the pool, which recently
suffered a cutback in servicing by Arista, lavishly complimented Audrey Joseph personally
and the success of the label's “Deputy Of Love,” currently enjoying the #2 spotonthe Cash
Box disco chart. Then in equally cheery lyrics, the pool detailed other Arista singles which
were not exactly jamming the dance floors of Indiana. Presumably, copies of the telegram
are not available upon request from the label. Maybe the record pool, which has 50 mem-
bers, but only receives 30 copies of productfrom Arista, has an extra copy of the text . ..
Tom Hayden’s A-Tom-Mick production company has signed two new artists, Bobby
Brown and Debra Linsey, both Americans, unlike the company's previous European
talent, Patrick Hernandez and Diva Gray. Brown and Linsey will both bow with LPs in late
January or early February. Meanwhile, Hernandez is in England recording his new album
... Joe Palminteri’s phone number in New York was incorrectly listed in last week's Disco
Breaks. His correct number is (212) 894-6560.
SPLASHES IN THE POOLS — The KIRC record pool in NYC has decided to boycott all
RCA product since RCA suspended servicing the pool a month ago. Pool president Eddie
Rivera has an idea which so far has met with little enthusiasm from the labels. He suggests
the manufacturers service the pool's entire membership, and the pool will in turn pay 50%
of the manufacturer’s pressing costs. Rivera also has high praise for Columbia’s limited
servicing policy, unlike so many other pool heads. The policy consists of supplying the pool
with one copy of a particular record, then letting the pool decide the product's viability
before servicing more copies . . . A different kind of cutback: the Deep South Record Pool
in Pensacola Beach, Fia. has decreased its membership from 50 to 35 members. Says pool
president Ralph Duncan, “Through market research we feel that we can acquire the same
impact servicing 35 key clubs . . . as opposed to 50.” Duncan also feels that pool will be
able to compensate for the decrease with its new radio show, which should provide in-
creased exposure of product. As more clubs open in the area, Duncan plans to return
membership to its original number . .. The Nevada Disco D.J. Association will have a
booth at the International Entertainment Exposition, to be held in Vegas Dec. 11-14 . .
PARTY TIME — The First National Technics Disco Competition will take place Dec. 3 at
Tittany’s in Marina Del Rey, a Los Angeles suburb. The stereo manutacturer is holding a
series of such dance contests nation-wide . . . The roller-skating trade publication, “Roller
Roller,” held a skating (what else?) party at Flipper’s, the private roller rink discotheque in
West Hollywood, Calif. on Nov. 25. Hodges, James and Smith performed as well as a Dolly
Parton “look-alike.” . . .
