New Home Taping Survey
Indicates 29% LP Sales Loss

NEW YORK — An extensive study of home
taping practices, jointly sponsored by the
National Music Publishers' Association and
the Record Industry Association of
America, has found that home taping may
be costing record manufacturers anywhere
from 14% to 29% of their potential sales
volume. The survey, conducted by the
Roper Organization Inc. in March of tnis
year, consisted of oersonal interviews with
a national cross section of 2,004 adults (age
18 and over) and 131 children (age 10 to
17).

Distinction Between Figures

The survey noted the distinction between
the two figures. The 29% figure was based
on the number of albums and singles which
people say they were saved from purchas-
ing by taping from a variety of sources, in-
cluding borrowed records, radio broad-
casts, and their own home collection. The
figure of 14%, which the Roper organization
felt was more realistic, was based only on
the number of albums and tapes borrowed
for the purposes of home taping.

Based on the figures for taping from all
sources, the report concluded that 22% of
the record industry’s potential sales volume
foralbums and prerecorded tapes were be-
ing lost to home taping, while the figure for
singles was 48%. Put another way, sales of
LPs would have been 28% higher, while
sales of singles would have been 93%
higher.

Ariola America
To Move To NYC

LOS ANGELES — Monti Lueftner, chair-
man of the worldwide Ariola Group, and Jay
Lasker, president of Ariola America, jointy
announced last week that the headquarters
of Ariola America will be moved from
Beverly Hills, Calif. to New York City, effec-
tive Jan. 1. 1980.

The relocation of headquarters will
provide a closer liaison between Ariola
America and the recently acquired Arista
Records, Inc.

Jay Lasker and Howard Stark will not be
making the move to New York, but will be
actively engaged in the transition of the
company. Lasker stated that both he and

" Stark will maintain a close relationship with

the company.

The names of the new management team
in New York will be announced in the near
future.

These conclusions offer a valuable sup-
plement to those of the Copyright Royalty
Tribunal {(Cash Box, Dec. 1), which noted
that 70% of those who taped music say they
would have purchased the last record or
prerecorded tape they home-taped had
they been unable to tape it.

FCC To Reduce AM Spacing;
May Add Up To 1,400 Stations

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The Federal Com-
munications Commission (FCC), in a
closed session here Dec. 12, voted to pack
AM radio stations closer together on the
dial, a move that could add up to 1,400 new
stations across the nation.

Leaked to the news services by FCC
senior staff officials, the Commission’s rul-
ing would reduce the spacing between sta-
tions from 10 kilohertz to nine kilohertz.

The FCC's new ruling must now be ap-
proved by the International Telecom-
munications Union in Geneva, Switzerland.
In addition, the new ruling will aiso be con-
sidered by the Regional Administrative
Radio Conference in Buenos Aires next
year.

According to the FCC sources, the Com-
mission voted 6-0 in favor of the nine
kilohertz spacing, with Commissioner
Robert E. Lee abstaining. The Commis-
sion’s ruling also serves as arecommenda-
tion to the State Department to endorse the
change at the Buenos Aires conference.

International Approval

Due to the need for international ap-
proval and technical adjustments required
to implement the ruling, the full effects of
nine kilohertz spacing will probably have lit-
tle practical results until the mid- to late-
1980s.

However, on the international scene,
such achange by the USA would most likely
be welcomed by other nations — many of
whom already use nine kilohertz spacing —
since the current spacing differences bet-

Concert Attendance Declines;
Promoters Change Approach

NEW YORK — Concert attendance has
declined 10-15% in many major markets
and as much as 25% in most leading secon-
daries compared to last year, according to
figures supplied by concert promoters
across the countryina Cash Box survey. As
aresult, promoters are learning to adjust to
a changing scene, marked by the re-
emergence of balanced tour packaging
and the return of major artists to smaller
halls for higher ticket prices.

With concert attendance down, a grow-
ing number of established promoters are
passing on headline acts they have booked
in the past, because they don'tfeel they can
meet the guarantees the acts are re-
questing to play the larger halls. As a cons-
quence, while some promoters contend
that they have lost business to less es-
tablished promoters who are willing to put
up the guarantees, others insist that those
groups which take their advice and play the
smaller hall for several nights at a higher
ticket price stand to make an even greater
amount than they would ordinarily make in
the larger venue.

Some artists, like Bruce Springsteen,
have always combined small halls with
large arenas on their concert tours. Other
acts, like The Rolling Stones, The Who, the
Allman Brothers Band, and The Grateful
Dead, have just begun to sprinkle their out-
door festival dates with engagements at
3,000-seat halls. But many promoters said
that they are finding it difficult to convince
certain groups of lesser stature that they
would do better as a supporting act with an
equally-strong headliner in a smaller
venue.

“Everybody wants to be a headliner, and
that has created a very dangerous situa-
tion.” remarked John Scher, president of
the South Orange, N.J.-based Monarch En-

tertainment Company, which books con-
certs at the Capitol Theatre, a 3,500-seat
facitity in Passaic, N.J. “The norm used to
be that you could present a three-act
package. and the middle act was a signifi-
cant seller.” he said, noting that his
business is down 10-15% at the three
venues where he promotes in New Jersey
and 25% in Syracuse, Rochester, and
Ithaca, New York.

Court Order Raises
Questions About
lllegal Imports

by Charles Paikert

NEW YORK — Is there alaw which prohibits
albums that were licensed for manufacture
and distribution in foreign countries from
being transshipped into the United States?

According to a petition filed in United
States District Court here by Transworld
Record Distributors of Long Island, there is
no provision of the law “which requires the
consent of the copyright owner for the entry
and release of such goods.”

As aresult of that petition, Judge Edward
Neaher, in a civil action consent order
dated November 15, ordered the U.S.
Customs Service to return approximately
2,600 front-line albums on major American
labels to Transworld. The albums had been
licensed exclusively for manufacture and
distribution in the Caribbean area by West
Indies Records Limited, a Barbados com-
pany, from such labels as WEA, Capitol,
A&M, and London. After being purchased
by Transworld at an address in Puerto Rico,
they were shipped to New York, where they
were seized by Customs agents last August
(Cash Box, Aug. 25).

Implications

When contacted by Cash Box about this
matter, Jules Yarneli, the RIAA’s special
anti-piracy counsel, said that he had not
been previously informed of the court's
consent order and therefore “hadn’t had a
chance to consider its implications.”

Civil Matter

However, when informed of Transworld’s
contention in its petition that “any possible
claim arising out of the transshipping by a
licensee is solely a civil matter between the
licensor and the licensee,” Yarnell respon-

In Four Concerts
For Kampuchea

LOS ANGELES — A series of four concerts
starring such rock stars as Paul McCartney
and Wings, The Who and Queen will be
held for the benefit of the people of Kam-
puchea (Cambodia) Dec. 26-29 atthe Ham-
mersmith Odeon in London.

The concerts are the result of contacts
between United Nations Secretary General
Kurt Waldheim and McCartney for the pur-
pose of raising funds for the people of Kam-
puchea, who currently face what Waldheim
described as a ‘“national tragedy, the
proportions of which may have no parallel
in history.”

Line-Ups

The four concerts will feature the follow-
ing lineups: Queen on Dec. 26; lan Dury &
The Blockheads with Matumbi and a
special guest on Dec. 27; The Who and The
Specials on Dec. 28; and McCartney and
wings, plus special guests Elvis Costello,
Billy Connally and Rockpile (featuring Nick
Lowe and Dave Edmunds) on Dec. 29.

Profits from the concerts will be applied
to the emergency relief work of the United
Nations agencies currently involved in ef-
forts to aid the Kampuchean people.
UNICEF and the International Committee of
the Red Cross have been aiding the civilian
population of Kampuchea; while UNIR has
been coordinating assistance to Kam-
puchean refugees in Thailand.

Produced by Harvey Goldsmith of the
UK, the concerts will also be filmed for
television, to be aired sometime during the
spring. Thorn EMI will handle the television
distribution on a worldwide basis.

Some three million Kampuchean
civilians, including 800,000 children,

Cayre Industries To Move
And Expand During 1980

NEW YORK — Cayre Industries, which in-
cludes Salsoul Records and a number of
Latin labels, announced its expansion
plans for the coming year in a press con-
ference here last week.

Leading the company's plans are a move
to larger headquarters, reactivation of
Dream Records, and an expansion of its
Latin business.

The new headquarters at 401 Fifth Ave. in
New York will be approximately four times
the size of the firm’'s present offices. Joe
Cayre, president of Cayre Industries, said
he expects to move to the new location by
Feb. 1.

Salsoul Records, said Cayre, will con-
tinue to be R&B-based, but will place less
emphasis on disco and more on funk (ex-
emplified by the label's current Instant
Funk album, “Witch Doctor”). Among the
releases scheduled for the RCA-distributed
label during January and February are:
“Skyways" by Skyy; “Candi's Funk” by Can-
dido; the debut LP by Martha High
(produced by James Brown); and "Let It
Show,” Bunny Sigler's latest.

Dream Records, according to Cayre, will
be a rock, new wave and dance-oriented
rock {abel, with an emphasis on acts that
can put on a good live show. Launched a
year and a half ago, Dream has just
released its first product, a single by
singer/songwriter Jeff Millman entitled “No
One Tells The U.S. What To Do.” Also
slated for release on Dream is the debut LP
by Teresa,, which is being produced by
Sandy Linzer.

Latin Growth

Seldom is there a national country record
chart that doesn’t contain a current hit by
the Kendalls. Starting with “Heaven’s Just A
Sin Away” in 1977, the father/daughter
team of Royce and Jeannie Kendall have
proven one of the most prolific and suc-
cessful singing duos in country music.

The Kendalls are currently charting with a
single, “You’'d Make An Angel Wanna
Cheat,” and have a new LP, “Heart of the
Matter,” out. Both are on the Ovation label.
Recipient of the Cash Box 1979 award for
Country music's #1 Independent Record
Company. the Kendalls themselves have
won the coveted Grammy, CMA Single of
the Year, Music City News Cover Award,
five SESAC awards and many more.

But it hasn't always been international
recognition and Top 10 records for Royce
and Jeannie. Royce comes to the duo with
nearly 40 years of country music perform-
ing behind him. And when daughter Jean-
nie showed atalentfor music, the duocame
into being.

“Pittsburgh Steelers,” "I Had A Lovely
Time,” “Just Like Real People,” “l Don't Do
Like That No More,” and the current
release, “You'd Make An Angel Wanna
Cheat.”

THE ROXY, L.A. — If there were any linger-
ing doubts here about Jimmy Messina's
viability as a solo recording act, the
diminutive Columbia recording artist finally
dispelled them with a rousing 90-minute
SRO showcase performance before an
adoring crowd of both new and old fans.

Ably assisted by his new five-piece
backup combo, featured on the current
debut solo effort “Oasis,” Messina ran
through 12 selections from both the
aforementioned LP and his career with the
highly-popular duo, Loggins & Messina.

After a brief acoustic interiude at the out-
set of the show, which included the old L&M
standard, “Thinking Of You,” Messina
proceeded from the “laid back” and quickly
laid into some spicy rock 'n’ roll, as the band
made its entrance onstage with “Magic Of
Love.

Messina has continued to effectively em-
ploy the jazzy Latin elements which he had
begun to incorporate into his music during
Loggins & Messina, surfacing periodically
on many of the cuts from the “Oasis” LP
which predominated much of the show.

Even the few variations from the
synthesizer-laced rock material, such as
Jules' self-proclaimed “evening raga,
“Black Fever Sleep,” and the solitary ballad
of the evening “Alive Alone,” were perfor-
med by Jules with obsessive flair.
However, his four gifted Polar Bears, in-
cluding guitarist Richard Berdice. drum-
mer David Beebe. keyboardist David
Hague and new bassist Gary Richwine,
anchored Shear with just enough musical
stability to make the combination of the two
elements a riveting show.

Closing out the set with two well-

Bullets” and “Atomic Cafe.” the band's
paean to the Chinatown new wave eatery in
east Los Angeles.

A&M recording group Live Wire opened
the show with a promising set of reggae-
flavored rock and accessible blues-tinged
pop-rock. Singer/rhythm guitarist Mike
Edwards, rendered somewhatimmobile for
the performance by a cast on his left foot,
bears a striking vocal resemblance to Dire
Straits’ Mark Knopfler.

Joyce Cobb

Combine a funky Memphis backbeat
with a Caribbean-sounding rhythm section,
spice it with a funky country fiddle, and
overlay it with wry, metaphor-laden bluesy
lyrics delivered with the flair of ajazz singer,
and you've got “Dig The Gold,” the debut
record by Cream recording artist Joyce
Cobb.

It's no accident that Cobb was responsi-
ble for cutting a record that is unusually
eclectic for its Memphis milieu. “My father
was a college professor, and his job took
him from one city to another,” recalls Cobb,
“and even though ! was born in Okmulgee.
Oklahoma., | lived at various times in places
like Tallahassee. Florida and Columbus.
Ohio. | would say, though, that my music
was particularly influenced by a trip to the
Caribbean. and also by living in Nashville
for about eight years.”

It was as a graduate of Central State Un-
iversity in Dayton, Ohio with a degree in
social work that Cobb returned to Nashville
to pursue a career as a singer.

She started out on the Holiday Inn-
Ramada Inn circuit, moved up to some
feature appearances on Nashville televi-
sion. and by 1975, had recorded a country
record for Stax Records. But Cobb did not
attain commercial success that time
around. and the Stax operation folded
shortly thereafter.

“l was left without much professional
support.” recalls Cobb. “My desire to be a
country performer was also diminishing. so
I left for Memphis. I figured that because of
my Stax affiliation, | had a little toe in the
door.”

Cobb eventually hooked up with Shoe
Productions. one of whose principals.
Wayne Crook, she credits with getting her
on a winning track. "He told me to forget
about Holiday Inns. pick up my guitar and
start writing songs.”

One of these songs turned out to be “Dig
The Gold.” which she co-wrote with Lynn
Lewis and which she describes as being
about “a universal situation: the fact that
many people in life dig for gold without
getting to keep it.”

But. despite the song's breezy. good-
time groove. Cobb figured that its message
might have been a bit too serious for the
pop market. The finished master, in fact,
did lay on the shelf for over a year But
Cream Records. which had a foothold in
Memphis because of its distribution
arrangement with Hi Records, liked her
material and the rest, as they say. is history.

What plans does Cobb have for the im-
mediate future?

"We're all pretty much watching the
progress of the single to see whether. or
when. we'll release an album,” she said.
“We've been spending a lot of time in the
studio laying down tracks. As far as
describing the type of material we're doing
and what will make up the rest of the album.
I can only say it will be full of hits.”

“People look at me and think that've got
to be R&B." she concluded. “But my tastes
in music are really wide-ranging. | like jazz.
salsa. Calypso. and folk artists like Bob
Dylan and Joni Mitchell. I'm definitely pop.”

The Beat

Singer/songwriter Paul Collins un-
abashedly admits that he is a child of '60s
era pop music, citing New York AM radio
station WABC circa 1968-69 as the major
influence on his music. His four-member
group, The Beat, not only reflects the
myriad of pop influences which Collins has
absorbed, but transposes them into neat,
compact parcels of rock ‘n' roll energy,
such as “"Rock And Roll Girl,” “Don't Wait
UpFor Me” and therecently released single
“LetMelnto Your Life” from the band’s self-
titted Columbia debut album.

"How can you escape the '60s? | really
love my influences,” says Collins, staunchly
defending his own musical direction. “I
don'twantto get away from them . . . ever.”

Collin’s own musical background.
though, wasn't strictly limited to contem-
porary pop and rock ‘n’ roll. Born in
Manhattan, Collins travelled a good deal as
a youngster, returning to New York at the
age of 14 to study modern and avant garde
music at the prestigious Juilliard School of
Music. Claiming that he attended Juilliard
only “because my mom told me to,” Collins
spent much of his time at the now-defunct
Fillmore East.

Collins left New York for San Franciscoin
1974, hooking up with songwriter Jack Lee
and forming The Nerves. The band recor-
ded a 4-song EP in 1976, which included
Lee’s “Hanging On The Telephone,” since
covered by Blondie on that group's
“Parallel Lines” album. The EP garnered
some regional success, enough to put the
band on a mini-tour. The tour took them to
the Longbranch in San Francisco, opening
for Eddie Money. Money liked the group
and struck up what was to become a long-
lasting friendship with Collins.

In 1977, The Nerves headed south to Los
Angeles but split up a year later, leaving
Collins afloat and looking to build a new
band. He met Paul Huff, The Beat's bassist,
through the Musicians Personals section of
a free classified advertising paper. They
were joined by drummer Mike Ruiz, for-
merly of Island recording group Milk ‘n’
Cookies, on their first few demos.

Ruiz, like Collins, was a native New
Yorker who had moved west, also playing in
a moderately popular L.A.-based group by
the name of Needles & Pins before joining
The Beat. It was during that stint that he met
lead guitarist Larry Whitman, a veteran
player at the age of 23 who studied with Joe
Pass and Mike Bryant, in addition to gig-
ging with such notables as Buddy Miles,
Shaun Cassidy, Iggy Pop and others. Whit-
man completed the line-up of The Beat
and, in April of this year. the band found it-
self supporting Eddie Money at a show
back in San Francisco. Their performance
impressed promoter Bill Graham enough
to sign them to his organization and
Wolfgang Productions. A record contract
followed.

The Beat's debut LP was recorded in a
mere five days, after along series of rehear-
sals. Although the experience has been a
“dream come true” for Collins, he hasyet to
reach his ultimate goal.

“I'd like to make music that will ultimately
be lasting.” he summarized.

Krebs Offei's Reasons For
Hard Rock’s Lasting Appeal

NEW YORK — The popular acceptance of
such hard rock groups as Cheap Trick, Van
Halen, and AC/DC comes as no surprise to
David Krebs, co-principal with Steve Leber
of Contemporary Communications Corp.,
which has guided the careers of Ted
Nugent and Aerosmith, among other hard
rock acts.

“The success that these groups are en-
joying should make it clear that hard rock is
stronger and healthier now than ever
before,” Krebs said in a recent interview.
“The undying loyalty of the heavy metal fan
has finally shown radio programmers that
hard rock isn't a dirty word.”

According to Krebs, the loyalty of the
heavy metal fan has had an even greater
impact on the concertlevel. “Promoters are
having their greatest success with heavy
metal groups, whether or not there is
turntable success to go hand in hand with it.
There is an audience that supports the
music because of the cathartic experience
it provides in a concert situation. At a heavy
metal concert, ayoung crowd can release a
lot of pent-up energy and aggression that
they can't at a soft rock concert.”

But, while Krebs is an effective verbal
champion of heavy metal, he prefers to let
the facts do the talking. He points to the
success his firm enjoyed last year in
promoting the California and Florida World

Krebs
said that while the formation of the label (to
be called Word of Mouth Records), its artist
roster, and its method of manufacture and
distribution will be announced shortly, the
company hopes to release its first LP by
February. He said that he will personally
supervise the management of the com-
pany, and that he expects to build a
management team from the ranks of Con-
temporary Communications Corp. The
label's product will be marketed initially in
the northeast and list for $4.98, according
to Krebs. He added that LPs exceeding a
projected 50,000 sales plateau would be
considered for license to a major record
company.

Recordings Under $15,000

Krebs also said that, because the new
label would try to record its artists for under
$15,000, groups would have to record their
LPs either in concert or live in the studio.
For that reason, he said, the label would
place an emphasis on signing those groups
that have developed strong live perfor-
mances. He also allowed for the possibility
that artists previously signed to Contem-
porary Communications, including Artful
Dodger, Stu Daye, and Eltiot Murphy, might

15 Flea Marketeers
Plead Guilty To Sale
Of Pirate Rock Tapes

NEW YORK — Fifteen persons, including
most of the flea market dealers in the Cen-
tral Florida area, pled guilty in Jacksonville,
Florida to selling eight-track tapes of pop-
ular rock songs pirated from legitimate
recordings.

The Jacksonville Division of the FBI said
the dealers were lower level operators in a
southeastern pirate ring which could cost
the legitimate industry $40,000,000 a year
in sales and royalties. The ring was repor-
ted to have been broken with raids last April
in the Carolinas, Maine, and South Florida,
but no major figures have been arrested.

The case, known as Operation
Turntable, is still under investigation, and
Assistant United States Attorney Curtis
Fallgatter stated that he anticipates in-
dicting major level figures in this case
sometime after the first of the year.

All who pleaded guilty signed plea
bargaining agreements in which the
government recommended probation, not
to exceed five years, in exchange for the
defendants'agreement to testify against the
major figures who will be indicted later. All
who pled guilty were charged with infring-
ing copyrights on pirated sound
recordings, a misdemeanor for first offen-
ders, carrying a maximum of a one-year
prison sentence or a fine of $25,000. or
both.

Warner Amex Cable
Gets Line Of Credit

NEW YORK — Warner Amex Cable Com-
munications Inc., a new company formed
last week when the Federal Communica-
tions Commission cleared the way for the
American Express Company to purchase
50 percent of the Warner Cable Corp., a
Warner Communications subsidiary, for

AVI To Acquire
Recording Studio
Publishing Firm

by Ernie's Record Mart; Woodland Sound
Studios, a Nashville-based recording
studio; Nashboro Records and Excellorec
Music, a music publishing company.
Earlier negotiations by AVI to purchase
Ernie’s had failed because long-term finan-
cing arrangements could not be arranged.
The management of Nashboro Records,
Woodland Sound Studios and Excellorec
Music will continue in their capacities, and
their efforts will be coordinated by AVI.

Virgin Releases Reggae
LPs On Frontline Label

NEW YORK — Virgin Records has become
the second domestic label to make a com-
mitment to reggae music by releasing four
albums onits Frontline subsidiary. They are
“Deeper Roots” by the Mighty Diamonds;
“Sweet Sotill” by the Gladiators; “Inter-
national Herb” by Culture; and “Soon
Forward” by Gregory Isaacs.

According to Ken Berry, president of
Virgin Records Inc., “I think that Jamaican
reggae is having a real problem obtaining a
wide acceptance with both the general
public and radio. Bands like the Police,
despite their reggae influences, have their
albums filed under rock, while bands like
the Gladiators or Culture have their albums
filed under reggae. Jamaican reggae will,
hopefully, get a much bigger audience in
America even if it takes a few years ”

Berry also noted that reggae’s accep-
tance has been hurt by the proliferation of
Jamaican-pressed records on the market,
many of which are pressed on an inferior
grade of vinyl. “As a result of this,” said
Berry, “the record buyer who wants to ex-
periment with reggae albums will probably
end up buying a less than satisfactory
recording. Hopefully, with the more general
availability of the Virgin Frontline, Mango,
Island and other domestic reggae releases,
more people will be converted to this kind
of music, that has already made such a sub-
stantial impact in Europe.”

Virgin's decision to release the reggae
LPsin the U.S. was partly due to their sales
success as imports. According the Marty
Scott, president of Jem Records, which will
be exclusive distributors of Front Line, “we
did quite well with the Frontline Records as
imports. We will be servicing all of our ac-
counts with the domestic releases, but at
this point we will be looking for regionalized
success with these albums in the New York,
Boston, and San Francisco areas. We will
be happy if we can get penetration beyond
these markets, which have West Indian
populations.”

E/A Holds National
Sales Meet In L.A.

LOS ANGELES — Elektra/Asylum Records
recently held a five-day series of meetings
for its national sales staff in Los Angeles.
The theme of the discussions was “A New
Decade of Marketing,” according to Stan
Marshall, E/A vice president of sales, who
added that pians for Nonesuch, the budget
classical line, were among the major topics
examined at the confab.

The E/A sales team spent two days at the
label’s Los Angeles headquarters for orien-
tation, moving to La Costa for the remain-
der of the meetings. The confab, which was
headed up by Marshall and David Cline,
E/A sales and advertising director, were at-
tended by Lou Maglia, national singles
sales manager, and Jay Bolton, west coast
regional sales manager.

Alan Golden, regional sales manager,
Tom Roos, northeast regional sales
manager, Morty Gilbert, east coast regional
sales manager, Denny Nowak, midwest
regional sales manager, and Bill Berger,
Nonesuch marketing director, were also in
attendance.

Visual Gets
Video Rights

LOS ANGELES — Visual Records is the
first and only signatory to an American
Federation of Musicians agreement for the
production of musical video cassettes. The
Norby Walters Agency has been hired to
help Visual in the label's talent acquisitions.

Video rights to Teddy Pendergrass,
Anne Murray and Yvonne Elliman have
already been secured by Visual. Visual's
VHS and Beta tapes range from 36 minutes
to one hour in length and will retail for
$34.95.

EAST COASTINGS ——

1941 ON A SCALE OF TEN-ONE — Do yourself a big favor, if you want to see a really
funny comedy starring John Belushi and Dan Aykroyd. Don't, repeat, don't shell gut any
cash to see “1941,” the new Steven Spielberg film that's billed as a “comedy spec-
tacular.” The only thing spectacular about this movie is the huge amount of money that
was wasted on the lavish production budget. As for comedy, Spielberg is about as
funny as Tom Snyder. And just as pretentious. The story idea is promising (panic grips
California after Pearl Harbor), but Spielberg never develops a coherent plot, and that,
combined with his cross-cutting technique of trying to tell different stories at the same
time, spells disaster. Worst of all, Belushi and Aykroyd are on screen for a total of less
than a half hour apiece, and the laughs are mostly cheap slapstick, that come off like a
. third rate “Animal House" rip-off, with
none of that movie’s zaniness. John
Williams' soundtrack (available on
Arista), which mixes military music with
jitterbug, is at least as boring as the
movie itself.

NO NUKES KNOCKED — Joe Bressi, the outspoken vice president of purchasing and
marketing for the giant Stark/Camelot retail chain, lowered the boom (no pun intended)
on E/A’'s recently released three-record “No Nukes” package in a recent issue of his
company’s in-house newsletter. Bressi thinks that some of the “basic concepts behind
the project are wrong.” In his opinion, most Americans are “completely gpathetic”
when it comes to the nuclear power issue, so, he feels, they won't buy the LP based on
any ideological or moral impulse. Bressi also thinks the public will be scared off by the
$17.98 price. In addition, he points out the traditional poor sales of “various artists-
compilation” albums (such as Polygram’s “UNICEF” album) and WEA's less than out-
standing track record on special projects (such as the Sex Pistols and The Rutles). “|
hope I'm wrong,” Bressi concludes, “but personally, | cannot see how E/A can ‘roli the
dice’ on a project like this at a time like this.”

Hype-ful title not too far from the truth as Peacock showcases
her lively, pure soprano vocals and scat-singing style.
Egregious lyrics of “The Succubus” catalog the drug world and
demi-monde’s favorite practices. Electric piano-dominated
breaks a special treat for keyboard fanciers.
LIVE AT MONTREUX — LA4 — Concord Jazz CJ 100 —
Producer: Carl E. Jefferson — List: 7.98

The music is almost secondary to the performances in this
live recording from the 1979 Montreux Jazz Festival. There's
one original each by drummer Jeff Hamilton and guitarist
Laurindo Almeida, with superb performances by bassist Ray

Brown and Bud Shank on alto sax and flute. The standard, I °

Love You,” is nicely Latinized, as is “Return of Captain Gallo.”
But the highpoint is 14-plus minutes worth of Ellingtonia called
“Duke Melange,” on which each member of the quartet gets his
fair share of solo space.

CON AMIGOS — Stone Alliance — P.M.PMR 015 — Producer:
Nano Herrera and Gene Perla — List: 7.98

This gem of a recording, done in Buenos Aires, features the
trio known as Stone Alliance — Steve Grossman, tenor sax,
Gene Perla, bass, keyboards and guitar, and Don Alias, percus-
sion and guitar — augmented by local musicians. The music, as
expected, is highly rhythmic, but also unexpected!y electronic
in spots. The traditicnal — abandon on the bright “I'll Tell You
Tomorrow” — is contrasted with synthesizer overdub on the
languid bolero, “"Muieres Sud Americanas,” “Amigos.” a sur-
prise favorite, is a brief three-part exposition of what Latin per-
cussion should sound like.

JALZ ALBUM PICKS

ON JAZZ

INSIDE AND HIGH — It's always nice to talk with one of jazz’s giant producers. It's even
nicer when they say, “off the record,” and then reconsider and allow some of the news to
“leak out.” To wit: Pablo Records’ Norman Granz told Cash Box that his 1980 releases will
be something special, even for the man who almost single-handedly saved the jazz
mainstream from extinction. “We never recorded Ella and Basie live together” he began.
“We did so in Europe during their 1979 festival tour.” The title hasn't been setyet, but Granz
envisions something single like “Ella Fitzgerald and Count Basie Live InEurope.” The only
other formal effort coupling these two jazz legends was a Quincy Jones-arranged session
on Granz's Verve label more than a decade ago. They have toured together before, but
Granz never turned the recording machines on. Another surprise from Granz's capacious
bag will be a double album of Sarah Vaughan singing tunes associated with Duke
Ellington. We heard some of those sessions, and the Billy Byers arrangements for an all-
star big band are exciting. Zoot Sims will also be represented with an Ellington collection,
and Stephane Grappelli has been recorded live at Tivoli Gardens, Copenhagen, with Niels
Henning, Orsted Pedersen and Joe Pass with Peterson and Mickey Roker sitting in on a
couple of tracks. Pedersen and Pass will be out with a “Chops II” duo set; also look for
Harry ‘Sweets’ Edison, Joe Turner and Roy Eldridge, and more of the rewarding small
Basie combo sessions. Now, strictly entre nous .

MORE LEGENDS — We are all a-twitter about a rumor that Motown's jazz label is planning
studio sessions with Basie and Stevie Wonder. The Basie big band will be playing Stevie's
tunes, with Wonder performing half of the tracks. We'll let you know more as we get the
word to let the news out . . . Other Motown jazz acts include a second album from Dr. Strut
and a new group, Flight. The division's head, Lee Young, told Cash Box that he was excited
about recording these two groups as one comes from the west and the other from the east.
“There was always a difference,” Young said. “But when you mix each in the studio, it boils
down to good music no matter where it comes from.” The Strut and Flight albums will be
released next month, along with the last Grover Washington, Jr. for Motown.

BOP NOUVEAU — Last week's column noted that singer Eddie Jefferson’s last recording
was with Dexter Gordon. We have been corrected in the grand style by Muse Records,
whose upcoming Richie Cole album, “Hollywood Madness,” features Jefferson along with
Manhattan Transfer, Tom Waits and Brenda Vacarro. Cash Box spoke to the producer of
the album. Manhattan Transfer's founder, Tim Hauser, about MT's latest Atlantic release,
“Extensions.” “l guess it was | who introduced the group to bebop,” Hauser said. “l learned
itfrom listening to Symphony Sid on New York radio and began listening to Ramsey Lewis,
Ahmad Jamal, King Pleasure, Annie Ross, then eventually Clifford Brown and Charlie
Parker.” Hauser feels that the people at Atlantic are very satisfied with the results, as
Ahmet Ertegun and Jerry Wexler have already asked Hauser to talk to them about the next
album. "Bebop may lead people in new directions,” Hauser opined. “All the people need is
exposure.” As far as he is concerned, it was an experience to train his voice like an instru-
ment. About the single from the album, “Birdland,” the music which was written by
Weather Report's Josef Zawinul, Hauser remembered asking Jefferson to work on a set of
lyrics. But after Eddie was gunned down in Detroit not long after their initial talk, MT gotin
touch with Zawinul office, who informed them that Jon Hendricks had already written a set.
Originally penned for the Swingle Singers, Hendricks decided to allow MT to use them.
Everyone was happy. Also on the “Extensions” album is an a cappella arrangement by Hi-
Lo’s leader, Gene Puerling, of “Foreign Affair.” Puerling has consented to write a similar
chart for MT's next album of the Hi-Lo's favorite, “A Nightingale Sang In Barclay Square.”
The Hauser-produced “Hollywood Madness” — a play on altoist Cole's group Alto
Madness and the fact that all the tunes are about tinseltown — also contains an a cappella,
down-tempo version of “Hooray for Hollywood.”

VISITING AMERICANS — Soundscape will present a European-American festival Dec.
22-29, featuring American expatriates and Europeans. Solo performances will be given by
soprano saxophonist Steve Lacy, guitarists Hans Reichel and James Blood Ulmer, and
alto saxophonist John Tchicai. The concludmg concert will be a trio date with Lacy, Dennis
Charles, drums and Ronnie Boykins, bass . .. Reedman Bob Wilber, visiting the Apple

Dickerson’s vibes make fine, warm tones, and the usually
flamboyant Ra follows right along on this excellently recorded
set. All of the compositions are Dickerson’s, and one gets the
feeling that Ra’s piano pyrotechniques were properly held in
check. Together, they make more intricate music than the
much-touted Chick Corea-Gary Burton twosome, although it is
not as virtuosic. There are nice melodies such as “Astro,” but.
for the most part, controlled improvisation is the dominant ele-
ment here, with Ra plucking the strings of the piano on “Utopia.”

Rack Committee Of
NARM Holds Meeting

NEW YORK — The NARM Rack Jobbers
Advisory Committee chaired by Harold
Okinow of Lieberman Enterprises met in
Chicago on Dec. 6 and discussed issues in-
cluding public relations, supplier relations,
advertising, merchandising operations and
general industry problems.

Public relations objectives presented
were the accumulation, tabulation, analysis
and distribution of accurate sales statistics,
and the creation of material to enhance the
image of the rack jobber.

In the area of supplier relations,
meetings were scheduled with manufac-
turers to discuss returns, defective
merchandise. cut-outs, over-runs, and the
time frame for notifying rack jobbers of
deleted product.

The committee also recognized the need
to isolate the demographics of the con-
sumer who buys records and tapes in a
racked account, for advertising purposes.

Merchandising issues discussed in-
cluded problems that racks face when try-
ing to utilize displays designed for retail
stores, the need for innovative tape
packaging to accommodate the increased
sales of the product, and the implementa-
tion of NARM's “Give The Gift Of Music”
campaign.

The rack jobbers also cited a need to
lower freight costs on returned records,
standardize return authorization request
forms, and distribute information

regarding bar-coding for effective inven-
tory management.

In addition, The Committee urged in-
vestigation of solutions to the home taping
problem, and explored the possibilities of
video as a product line of the future.
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Arista Continues
Its Restructuring

NEW YORK — Arista Records has released
more information concerning the restruc-
turing of its staff (Cash Box, Dec. 15).

According to Richard Palmese, vice
president of promotion for Arista, three for-
mer Infinity people have been hired to beef
up his staff. Joel Newman will be appointed
associated director of national promotion
based in Los Angeles; Greg Feldman will be
the new Seattle promotion rep; and Rob
Sides will promote Arista product in the
Houston area. Newman will be filling a new
position which hasn’t existed at Arista for
some time.

Randy Hock, who has been doing L.A.
promotion and unofficially directing the
west coast promotion staff, will be brought
to New York in January as associate direc-
tor of album promotion. Dave Morell,
Arista's New York promotion rep, will
probably be shifted into another area by
February, according to Palmese. Jeff
Becker will then take on his duties in New
York promotion.

Sales Changes

Leonard Scheer, vice president of sales
for Arista, said his department has just
finished restructuring its staff, and that
there has been a net increase of five people
in sales.

Two national sales positions have been
eliminated, said Scheer, including a sales
administration position and the job of
national rack account manager. These
functions have been absorbed by Steve
Rubin, Arista's new national field marketing
manager, and by the regional managers,
who have been dealing with the racks all
along.

The changes in the field sales staff have
been more extensive. Sales reps in New
York, Washington, and St. Louis have been

replaced by new people, and additional -

reps have been hired in New York,
Washington, Houston, Atlanta. Los
Angeles. Chicago and Detroit. The other
staffers are marketing managers in the
R&B/jazz crossover field, according to
Scheer.

Leonard Smith Dies

NEW YORK — Leonard Smith, founder of
BG Records, an Albany based regional
rack jobber and retailer, died Dec. 12 in
Miami Beach.

Smith, an industry veteran began his
career in the record business in the 1940s
with Capitol Records. He founded Leslie
Distributors in New York City in the late 40s
and moved to Albany in 1950.

tent of home taping is on the rise. 74% of
those surveyed said that they had done
more home taping in the past year than in
the previous year.

The survey also corroborated CRT's
finding that the highest incidences of home
taping occurred among young people. 32%
of those surveyed between the ages of 10
and 17 had engaged in home taping within
the year, while the figure for adults was
21%.

Other figures gleaned from the survey
were that more men than women home
tape (27% vs. 18%); more whites than
blacks tape (23% vs. 21%); and the most
taping occurs in the West (30%), while the
least is in the Northeast (17%).

Although the survey confirmed that 69%
of all blank tape purchased was used for
home taping, these findings will not bring
Congress any closer to the kind of legisla-
tion that would attach a royalty fee to the
sale of blank tapes. According to Tom
Brennan, chairman of the Copyright
Royalty Tribunal Committee on home tap-
ing, “While the findings seem to concur with
our own, we are notimmediately concerned
with proposing legisiation to Congress. As
we said at the time of our own report, our
priority is to continue additional areas of
exploration, such as trends in the sale of
blank tape versus sales trends in records.”

In addition, it is believed that some ex-
isting stations will oppose the nine kilohertz
ruling because of the technical changes re-
quired and the prospect of numerous new
competitors.

Most stations would likely have to spend
$10.000 or more to adjust to the narrower
spacing; but some. with directional an-
tennas. could end up spending $50.000 or
more. All will probably lose enough power
to lose 2-3% of their current audiences.

New Proposal

Another proposal before the FCC would
extend the upper end cf the AM band, and
thus create even more opportunities for
new stations. However, the Commission
did not act on the proposal, which would
have extended the upper limit of the AM
band from 1,605 kilbhertz to 1.705
kilohertz. The lower end of the AM band is
currently 535 kilohertz.

There are approximately 8,000 commer-
cial radio stations in the USA, with
somewhat more than half of them AM sta-
tions.

The theme of “One Stop
Christmas Shop” is also being employed to
get shoppers to make all their gift
purchases at the store.

TV advertising for the chain is all in-
stitutional, with no emphasis on specific
product, according to Record Bar's Jill
Bartholomew, managing director of ad ven-
tures. The reason, she explains, is “we
didn't want to share time with manufac-
turers. And the labels didn't want to coop.
We would have tiked to, but since they
didn't, we were prepared to do our own ad-
vertising.”

Tower Records has been involved in
Christmas merchandising since
Thanksgiving. Each week until Christmas,
one of the six major labels, according to
Walter “Bud” Martin, executive vice presi-
dent of the Sacramento-based chain, is
dubbed ‘“Label of the Week,” and its
productis pluggedin printand onradioand
TV. Tower employs both coop and in-
stitutionat ads.

Tower has several tie-ins with radio sta-
tions, including giveaway programs of free
calendars and posters using both the
Tower and radio stations’ logos.

Cut-Out Riot

Mainstream Records, a Milwaukee
retailer and Radio Doctors, another
Wisconsin retail chain, revealed that
Pickwick participated with those retailersin

State Fair. Together they rented 20,000 sq.
ft. of space at the fair and held a huge cut-
out sale, with Pickwick supplying $100,000
worth of cut-outs.

Although the labels have done some
coop advertising, Record Bar's Ed Berson
sums up the perceived manufacturers’
philosophy: “This year the labels are much
more cautious about throwing dollars out
there. If the advertising is tied to product,
then there is money available of course.”

Caution

Despite this caution on the part of
manufacturers, retailers are on the whole
optimistic about this season’s business,
based on sales already tallied.

“So far, business is much the same as
last year. It's no better and no worse,” says
Nehi's Wayne Volat.

More bullishly, Bud Martin at Tower says,
“I'm surprised at the activity in the market-
place. There’'s been a lot more than we an-
ticipated — and I'm the one who did the
original sales projections. In fact, business
is 10-15% greater than what | projected.”

LOS ANGELES — On Dec. 14, blind
keyboardist Dwayne Smith announced that
he had filed suit in Superior Court against
Group W Productions and Westinghouse
Broadcasting, charging the company with
refusing him employment on the basis of
his physical handicap.

Also named in the suit are Tony Berg,
music director, and Peter Twadell, ex-
ecutive producer for Group W. The suit is
based on Smith's allegation that Group W
has refused to employ him solely because
of his physical handicap.

The suit alleges that Smith had been
hired by Group W to perform the musical
score of a TV pilot. When the pilot was sold,
the keyboardist expected to be hired to
perform in the series’ band in accordance
with industry custom. The other musicians
involved in the pilot were all offered em-
ployment on the series, but Smith was not.

Album, Single Charts Point Out
Staying Power Of Country Artists

by Don Cusic

NASHVILLE — While pop artists come and
go and hit songs are often soon forgotten,
the country artist has exhibited an amazing
staying power. Many of the artists on the
current country singles and albums charts
have been recording artists for over ten
years — with some even passing the twenty
year mark in country music.

The artist who has recorded the longest
is perhaps Hank Snow, who signed with
RCA in 1935 and is still with the label, 44
years later. Although no one can match that
feat, a number of artists were signed to
labels in the 1940s, including Eddy Arnold
in 1943, Chet Atkins in 1947, Hank
Thompson in 1946, and Bill Monroe in 1949
to Decca. Earl Scruggs and Ernest Tubb
also signed to record in the '40s.

Artists who signed in the 1950s include
Jim Ed Brown in 1956 (as a member of The
Browns), Floyd Cramer in 1957, Don Gib-
son, who first signed to RCA in 1950, Faron
Young in 1952, Conway Twitty in 1958,
Brenda Lee in 1956, Porter Wagoner in
1952, Bill Anderson in 1958, and Johnny
Cash in 1955. Other artists who first signed
a recording contract in the '50s, although
no specific year could be verified are Willie
Nelson, Kitty Wells, George Jones, Ten-
nessee Ernie Ford and Charlie Rich.

The 1960s saw a number of today's
country music superstars sign their first
recording contract to begin their career.
These include LorettaLynnin 1960, Waylon
Jennings in 1965, Barbara Mandrell in
1968, Dolly Parton in 1967, Charley Pridein
1966, Jerry Reed in 1965, Dottie West in
1962, Merle Haggard in 1965, Danny Davis
in 1969, John Wesley Ryles in 1968, Cal
Smith in 1968, Tammy Wynette in 1966,
Lynn Anderson in 1969, Johnny Duncan in
1966 and Marty Robbinsin 1961. Roy Clark

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Social Issues Popular Topic
For Number Of Record Releases

NASHVILLE — With almost every political
crises, new fad or popular news item, the
record industry can be counted on to
release a record spotlighting the issue.
Although there have been a large number
of these social commentaries through the
years, very few were hits and even fewer
have survived through the years.

However, there have been some notable
exceptions, among them: “There's A Star
Spangled Banner Waving Somewhere,”
from World War II; “Convoy” about the C.B.
craze; "Hello Viet Nam” about Vietnam and
“Welfare Cadillac’” about the welfare
system. However, the great majority of
these social comment songs have comeout
on smati iabeis causing a smail roar iocaily
at best, then returning to obscurity.

For the most part, radio has ignored
theserecords. Thereason is that they really
don't fit any format, they sometimes pre-
sent equal time problems, and listeners of-
ten tire of them after hearing them a few
times, making overexposure of a record a
problem and tune out factor.

On the positive side, whenever a station
airs a gimmick record, it can usually count
on the request lines to light up. The listener
response is generally very strong to these
types of records although the life of the
record is short. Also, sales follow through
has traditionally been weak unless the
record store has the record as soon as it
goes on the air. Since social comment
records are topical and quickly outdated,
even the hits quickly peak and do not last
through the years.

Qil Crisis

The energy crises provided a flurry of
releases such as "Cheaper Crude or No
More Food” and “Who Put The Line in Gas-
oline,” which drew widespread media at-
tention. The trucker’s strikes and farmer's
problems also caused some records on
those subjects to be released.

The latest topic the record industry has
seized is the crisis in Iran. Currently, Cash
Box has received six records concerning
Iran although only one, “A Message To
Khomeini” by Roger Hallmark on Vulcan
Records has charted nationally. “Take Your
Oil And Shove It” by Bobby Baker iscurren-
tly getting airplay in Michigan with the rest
of the Iran-themed records showing only
small, local action.

Other records related to the hostage
crisis at the U.S. Embassy in Teheran in-
clude: “Dear Mr. President” by Max D.
Barnes; “Khomaniac” by J.W. Thompson;
“Where Are You Now When We Need You
Ross Perot™ by Don Mason; “We've Waited
Long Enough Uncle Sam,” by Lyle Dean;
“From America” by Richard Duane and
“Ring The Bells of Freedom” by Billy Edd
Wheeler.

The death of a famous person always
draws response from the record industry,
as ewdenced by the death of Elvis Presley

when a flood of records hit the market
capitalizing on the death of the “King.”
Currently, there are two records about the
deaths of famous people, “The Ballad of
John Kennedy” by Gene Strasser and
"Thanks For The Ride” by Shad O'Shea, a
song about John Wayne. There is also a
record out by Larry Mahan entitled “The
Battle Of Clayton Moore” about the court
fight over the Lone Ranger’'s mask.

Almost all of the novelty records are
done on smaller labels by unknown artists
as the major labels shy away from this type
of product for various reasons.

The Kool Country Fest in Tulsa, formerly
billed as the Tuisa internationai Music
Festival, is set for May 16-17 at the Tulsa
Assembly Center. Some 16 country acts,
including Rex Allen, Jr., Gatemouth Brown,
Roy Clark, Freddy Fender, Jana Jae,
George Lindsey, Jody Miller, Michael
Murphy, the Oak Ridge Boys, Minnie Pearl,
Johnny Rodriguez, Margo Smith, Joe
Stampley, Hank Thompson, Mel Tillis and
Tammy Wynette, will befeaturedinthe two-
day event.

The concerts are being bolstered by the
fact that they fall within the week-long Tulsa
International Mayfest celebration, which
draws a large variety of arts and crafts ex-
hibits and music and dance performances
to the city. The Jim Halsey Company of
Tulsa is teaming with its headquarters city
to co-sponsor the overall Mayfest.

The venue for the second of these major
events has not yet been announced, but of-
ficials with the tour promise it to be “one of
the most unique events in the history of
country music at a world-renowned venue
never before used for the presentation of
music.” The location of the venue should be
announced shortly.

Kool Country on Tour, an 18-city road
show which kicks off March 14 in Pittman,
N.J., is sponsored by the Brown and
Williamson Tobacco Company, makers of
Kool cigarettes. The 1980 tour, along with
the two major country festivals, are being
produced by George Wein's Festival
Productions, Inc., and Jim Halsey of the Jim
Halsey Company.

The tour itself will feature various com-
binations of the following artists: Freddy
Fender, Tammy Wynette, Johnny
Rodriguez, Margo Smith, Mel Tillis, the Oak
Ridge Boys and Michael Murphy.

This tour marks the third year the Brown
and Williamson Company has been in-
volved with country music. The organiza-
tion also sponsors the Kool Jazz Festival,
which in 1979 played to over one million
people across the United States; Kool
Super Nights concert series, which features
such artists as Paul Anka, Sarah Vaughan,
Mel Torme and Steve Lawrence and Edie
Gorme; and the Kool Latin Events, which
presents the top names in Latln music.

Investors Purchase Four Star Bldg.;
Publishing Sale Declared Invalid

NASHVILLE — Financial Institution Ser-
vices. Inc. purchased the Four Star Building
in Nashville last week for $1.85 million. The
group plans to use the offices for corporate
headquarters for its national bank
marketing operations.

There are currently several music
business companies in the building. in-
cluding CBS Records and Richey House
Studio. The building had been involved in
bankruptcy proceedings and the sale was
approved by a Federal Bankruptcy Judge.

In a separate but related incident, a
federal bankruptcy court ruled that a
bank's foreclosure sale of the Four Star
music catalog in 1976 was invalid.

The catalog's purchaser, Pippin Way,
Inc.. was ruled to be an illegally chartered
corporation at the time of the sale and the
bank. First American in Nashville, was
shown to have failed to make a significant
attempt to reach the most logical
purchasers. It was noted in the hearings
that the officer in charge of the sale of the
publishing company never solicited offers
other than the one received from Pippin
Way. although Wesley Rose, Ivan Mogul.
Bobby Russell and Mary Reeves Davis all
tried to contact him.

CMA UK Dispute On
Awards Splits Group

tion following its annual awards dinner at
the Hilton Hotel in London last month (Cash
Box, Dec. 15).

Controversy has developed over the
voting procedure for the awards presenta-
tion, which was described by former CMA
chairman David Sandison as “suicidal” in
an attack published in the UK trade
magazine Music Week.

Sandison and former vice chairman
Tony Byworth believed that most of the
nominated awards were not representative
of the industry’'s commercial develop-
ments.

Sandison resigned from his position last
week, as did Byworth and MCA’s Martin
Satterthwaite. In addition, RCA’s Shaun
Greenfield had his membership lapse and
has refused to re-join.

According to Byworth, in a recent article
he wrote for the magazine Country Music
People. the CMA problems rest in the
smallness. inefficiency and apathy of the
organization,

The publishing company, whichwas sold
to Pippin Way for $1 million, was appraised
at $3.8 million in 1968 by Price-Waterhouse
and should be valued at $5 million now, ac-
cording to former owner Joe Johnson, The
bank, First American, foreclosed on
Johnson in 1976 after the bank had
declared him in default on a $2.8 million
construction loan for the Four Star
Building.

Ironically, in May, 1978, Judge Neaher
had issued a similar order, regarding a
nearly identical case, in which he had direc-
ted U.S. Customs to return 289 cartons of
records seized in April, 1977, from Pan
American Record Distributors, a corpora-
tion headed by Amos Ragozzino, who is
also the president of Transworld.

In that instance, after hearing testimony
from law enforcement officials and Pan
American, Neaher stated in an amended
order that “in light of 17 U.S.C. 602 (b),
which became effective Jan. 1, 1978, and
specifically deprives the Customs Service
of the authority to prevent the infringing im-
portation of lawfully manufactured

phonorecords, there is serious doubt as to
the power of the Service to continue the
detention of these records.”

However, Neaher added, “the court of-
fers no opinion and makes no determina-
tion concerning Pan American’s civil or
criminal liability with respect to the events
that led up to the seizure of the shipment of
record albums that is the subject of this ap-
plication.

“We find only that the Customs Service's
continued detention of these record
albums is oppressive and inconsistent with
Pan American’s fundamental Fifth Amend-
ment right not to be deprived of its property
without due process of faw.”

In that case, as in the petition recently
filed by attorney Irwin Klein on behalf of
Transworld, the company claimed that
there was unlawful search and seizure of
their property pursuant to Rule 41 (e) of the
Federal Rules and Criminal Procedure Law
and the First and Fourth Amendments of
the U.S. Constitution.”

In an interview with Cash Box, Klein said
he had been retained by Transworld “to
find our whether my client is being singled
out by the RIAA, and if so, if it's unlawful to
single my client outthat way.” In its petition,
Transworld charged that the RIAA had
made “unsubstantiated representations”

“about the company: to wit: that the seized

shipments constituted infringements of
copyrights of its members.”

Klein said that after checking the
Freedom of Information Act, he was con-
sidering taking several legal actions,
among them a declaratory judgement “if
we find that private companies are interfer-
ing with our right to do commerce.” Klein
said Transworld was also considering an
anti-trust action against American record
manufacturers.

join the label. He would not say whether
Contemporary would manage the artists
signed to the new label.

“You don't need $350.000-$400,000 to
promote new talent,” Krebs told Cash Box.
“Stiff Records has proved that it is possible
to market artists who are successful within
a particular region. Artist development was
hurt at many labels this summer because of
the cutbacks and we're going to see fewer
releases as a result. That's where Word of
Mouth will fill a void. There is too much
good music around for it to go unrecorded
just because there’s no room for it at the
majors.”

headliners aren't giving you enough slack
to build the right kind of shows, while the
groups you've approached to support are
insulted because they want to headline, too.
The hardest thing I've learned to do this
summer is to say no to groups who don't
understand the situation.”

Headliner Mania

Ron Delsener a leading New York-based
concert promoter for whom business is off
about 10% from last year, agreed with
Scher that assembling a strong triple bill
can be a chore. “The resistance from cer-
tain managers is unbelievable,” he said,
“for the simple reason that everybody
wants their name on the top of the bill. Un-
fortunately, everybody can’t be a superstar
and make super money. Let's forget about
the egos and develop some creative
packaging. because with the exception of
the supergroups, the days of a headline act
playing without a strong supporting act are
over.”

“Packaging a headliner with any warm-
bodied support act just isn't viabie
anymore,” said Fred Johanson, vice presi-
dent of the Don Law Company in Cam-
bridge, Mass. “Instead, we're seeing astute
groups like The Outlaws invite a group like
Molly Hatchett, a headliner in the Midwest,
to open for them in the Northeast with
tremendous results. For an $8.50 ticket, the
audience gets a chance to see two top acts,
and as it turned out, both bands did better
together than they might have done
individually.”

Forced Into Small Halls

Jimmy Walker, president of Sherjam
Concerts in Philadelphia, said that he has
“no choice” but to book small halls like the
3,000-seat Academy of Music in that city.
“The economy won't allow otherwise,” he
said. “l advised Bob Marley not to play The
Spectrum here and suggested a smaller
venue instead. He agreed, and then went to
another promoter.” Walker added that, asa
black concert promoter, “I am unable to
book many white acts, which means that |
am dependent upon the strength of the
black economy. That might give you some
insight as to why my business is down
around 25% this year."”

Although arena attendance has been off
10-15% for Alex Cooley, president of
Watermark Inc. in Atlanta, Ga., he is en-
couraged by the fact that anumber of major
concert attractions like Willie Nelson, Van
Morrison, and Santana have chosen to play
his 1,100-seat Capri Ballroom, which
opened nine months ago.

“In most cases, | can pay the act morein
a club than | can in a 4,000-5,000 seat
theatre,” commented Cooley, “because |
can go to a higher ticket price and don'’t
have unions to contend with. It's those an-
cilliary expenses that eat you alive.
Hopefully, it's a trend that will continue.”

Delsener added that, because “the
economics are crazy in a larger hall, where
you're paying a fortune for rent and help. |
can offer an artist a goldmine to play the
Palladium in New York. Elton John made
about $250,000 for eight shows there, and |
recently offered Bob Dylan comparable
amount. The artist might have to do twice or
even three times as many shows, but the
security of the deal makes it all worthwhile.”

Scher contended that groups like The
Stones, The Who, Springsteen, and The
Grateful Dead are playing the smaller
venues for an altogether different reason.
“There is no question that bands of this
caliber can play the bigger halls,” he said.
“What impresses me is that they care
enough to reaffirm the notion that smalt
theatres are the blood and guts of the con-
cert scene, and that it's terribly important
these places survive. It gives me hope that
other bands will follow suit.”

NEW COMPANY ON THE HORIZON — Houston-based Zephyr Records opened its doors
six months ago, and is already blossoming into a full functioning record label.

The company released its first
single, “Country Freakin' ” by Mighty Fire, last week, and the single is already getting air-
play on KMJQ, WRBD, WEDR, WXEL, WYLD, and others as Pugh has been traveling
across country delivering his product. “We will probably have an LP release around the
latter part of January, and at that time we will be organizing a total marketing campaign that
will surround the title of the album, ‘This Music Will Get You Off')”
explained Pugh. The campaign will include merchandising tools,
posters, streamers, and a national retail contest.

PROFILE — Veteran broadcaster Hal Jackson, senior vice presi-
dent of Inner City Broadcasting, is the first to say that working with
the community is the key to a successful broadcasting career.

Having started in radio in the
Washington D.C. area, his involvement in humanitarian organizations could very well be
considered a natural transition. Jackson was responsible for starting “The Hal Jackson
House That Jack Built Good Deed Club,” organizing one of tre first homes for unwed
mothers and this year celebrated the ten-year anniversary of his involvement with the Miss
Biack Teen Pageant. He started his lengthy career as play-by-play sports announcer and
taught himself the ins and outs of announcing by listening to the radio. Beginning in the late
'40s, he was the first black announcer to be involved in a great many different areas. “At
one time during my career, | was working at three different radio stations at one time, and
doing over 18 hours of radio per day,” Jackson explained. Acknowledging that he stilt finds
radio a very challenging media, he concludes, “Everything in radio has been done before,
and it is about time radio went back to the people, and that is what the Inner-City organization
plans to do.
