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The emergence of a nationwide network of dance

oriented rock (DOR) clubs bodes well for the in-

dustry, coming as it does during a time of continued

tightening of radio station playlists. Once restricted

soleiy to the east and the west coasts, DOR clubs are

now beginning to crop up in the midwest and south,

the last bastions of hard rock and heavy metal.

At least one reason for the success DOR clubs are

currently enjoying is that new wave, by any other

name, is no longer a dirty word among club owners

and record buyers. Although there is still resistance

to extremes within new wave, as in the case with any

musical genre, many new groups have been able to

enter the mainstream under a single common
denominator good rock ‘n’ roll.

While confusion and caution toward the new rock

will remain for awhile to come, DOR clubs should

continue to swell in rank. And, the potential for artist

development in the club scene is strong, as both

local and name new wave acts play and tour

regularly for modest fees, unlike many superstar

rock or disco acts.

Already a surplus of good talent has grown out of

the DOR club scene, such as The Knack, Blondie

and The B-52’s and now up-and-coming acts such

as The Romantics. But for the DOR club scene to

remain healthy and vital, it will have to avoid the pit-

falls of trendiness. The recipe for success will

remain good, simple rock.

Arista Inks Distribution Pact
With Pickwick International

NEW YORK — Arista Records has signed a

two-year distribution pact with Pickwick In-

ternational. Details of the agreement were

not disclosed, but a press release issued by

Arista said that Pickwick would supply the

label with key services tied to a mutual ex-

change of benefits in those markets where

Pickwick currently handles Arista product.

Retailers Notice
Buyer Confusion
Over Sale Prices

LOS ANGELES — Chain retailers are

beginning the new year by selling $7.98 list

albums for an average shelf price of $6.49,

while $8.98 list product is being shelfed for

$6.96, according to a Cash Box survey.

In addition, the nationwide poll of 20

retail webs found that the average sale

price for $7.98 LPs is $5.23 as compared to

$5.84 for $8. 98s.

While noting that the majors now appear
to have settled on an $8.98 list for hit

product, many of those interviewed said

they have reduced the price spread bet-

ween $7.98 and $8.98 advertised specials

to avoid customer confusion. In some in-

stances, this has meant having overlapping

sale prices for $7.98 and $8.98 LPs.

In Los Angeles, for example, the Integrity

Entertainment-operated Big Ben’s stores

have run specials in the Sunday Times
Calendar section featuring both $7.98 and
$8.98 LPs for $5.99. And in other parts of

the country, dealers said that while
customers continue to buy records by their

favorite artists regardless of the price, they
(dealers) have two sales prices for each list

and often the top end for $7. 98s is the same
as the low end for $8. 98s.

Sale prices for $7.98 and $8.98 product
dipped as low as $3.99 in regions where
competition is especially fierce and went as

mence discussions with its other dis-

tributors. He said that while each agree-

ment would follow “a basic format,” the

"true purpose of the contracts will be to

handcraft an arrangement, specifically

tailored to each distributor's market, that is

mutually beneficial to both parties.”

Goldman would not elaborate on the

kinds of “innovative” programs provided

for under the terms of the Pickwick pact.

However, in his keynote address at NARM,
he suggested that independent manufac-

turers and independent distributors work

out a means of decreasing the risk and in-

creasing the profits in breaking new acts.

“I do not want to imply that is what’s be-

ing done with Pickwick,” he said. "The

agreement is more of a judgement between

NEW YORK — Lee Abrams, a principal of

Burkhart/Abrams Associates and a

consultant to 80 AOR program directors

across the country, recently issued a

memo, upon his return from England,

which urged stations to carefully research

their market before they added new wave-
oriented music to their rotations.

Because of the fact that many of the

stations consulted by Abrams are so tightly

formatted, the memo is expected to have a

profound effect on the future programming
of new wave music on Superstars stations.

Repeated efforts to reach Abrams were
unavailing. But it is understood from
reliable sources that the memo, dated Jan.

7, read as follows:

“As far as what is happening musically in

England relative to America, I find that the

two music scenes are almost 180 degrees
apart. The people tend to be pretty much
the same, it’s the nature of the music
business that makes it different. The music

press and small clubs and venues are in

effect the AOR radio in England. Imagine

that many people don't even listen to the

radio because of the what's-the-use
attitude toward what they play. You have to

look at AOR radio as not in existence and
commercial radio as only a minor
influencing factor, other than the few varied

records that get on the playlists.

“New wave is generally a happening
phenomenon to a very limited degree.

What we don’t hear about in England is the

fact that Supertramp sold out six nights at

the 12,000-seat Wembley Stadium, or that

Led Zeppelin, Genesis, Yes, and
Supertramp dominated all the major rock

polls for another year. New wave is

basically a cult phenomenon with great

media (minus radio) support. It’s

interesting to note that several British

broadcasters ! talked to all commented in

amazement how the American radio

stations were taking to some of the English

new wave acts. Personally, with the

exception of the Boomtown Rats, the

Police, and a few other bands, we’re not

going to see to many of the new wave circuit

acts happening very big over here. I’m sure

there will be a few more, but as a

movement, don’t expect it to have much
influence over here.”

An earlier memo issued by Abrams in the

fall also touched on the subject of new wave
music. At the time, he urged stations to

“look closely when you delve into new wave
material,” because, for the most part, “the

sound is not working."

Favorable Reaction

Reaction from program directors at a

cross-section of Superstars stations

generally supported the tone of the memo.
Barry Grant, program director forWMAD in

Madison, Wis., noted that he neverfelt“new

wave was that important to begin with. In a

lot of instances, a group that calls itself new
wave is obscuring the fact that they play

bad music. We like a lot of new bands at the

station, such as Pearl Harbor and the

Explosions and the Romantics, but these

are bands that play rock ‘n’ roll. New wave

Dance-Oriented Rock Clubs Mushrooming;
Some See Potential For Artist Development

by Aaron Fuchs

NEW YORK — The dance-oriented rock

(DOR) and new wave club scene, once
restricted to the east and west coasts, has

become a national phenomonen. The
proliferation of small clubs, the increasing

conversion of discos to rock programming
and the increasing size of the venues to in-

clude large dance halls have all helped to

convince artist development personnel that

the DOR scene is a viable adjunct or even
an alternative to radio for breaking artists.

The DOR phenomenon is clearly per-

ceived as growing by the agents who book
the music. “We’re experiencing a whole
new phase of growth,” said Wayne Forte,

who books new wave acts like the Clash
and the Jam for the William Morris Agency.

“The first phase was over six months ago,

and it was confined to New York, L.A. and
maybe a couple of other cities. Now, the

phenomenon has spread to the suburbs
and to cities like New Haven, Minneapolis,

and Cherry Hill, New Jersy."

“Business is booming,’’ said Ian

Copeland, who heads up F.B.I. Booking,

which handles such acts as the Police and
Iggy Pop. “When we started out, we could

count on bookings in New York, Boston,

and Philly on the east coast, and Los
Angeles on the west coast and nowhere in

between; now our acts are playing in Des
Moines and Kansas City.”

Kurt Nerlinger, head of promotion for

Virgin Records, has also seen the new
dance craze extend across the country. "It’s

almost a given that dancing is a component

part of these clubs,” he said.

Disco Decline

Another factor that has enhanced the

growth of the DOR scene has been the

decline of disco. According to Wayne Forte,

“people that owned discos and saw that the

crowds were thinning knew that they had to

do something to get customers back, so

switching to a rock policy was a sensible

answer. An important venue like Emerald

City in Cherry Hill used to be a full-time

disco, and if you will recall, Hurrah’s, the

club that started the whole thing, itself

began as a chic disco that was losing its

original audience.”

Another quality of the DOR scene has

been the growth in size of the venues in-

volved, as well as the number of patrons at

a particular venue. Said Nerlinger, “I've

seen 1,500 kids dancing at the Agora in

Atlanta.”

Copeland added, “We're starting to see a

pattern among people who have had suc-

cessful clubs progressing to larger dance-

hall type venues. A perfect example is

Vince Bannon in Detroit. Due to his success

with running a successful new wave-DOR
club, Bookies, he progressed to booking a

Masonic dance hall, headlining Iggy Pop,

and sold the place out.”

Live Element
It is this live component that leads ad-

vocates to believe that the DOR scene will

prove a viable alternative to radio play. Un-

like disco, they claim, this market fosters

artist identification.

According to Charles Dimond, general

manager of Virgin, "we don’t have the

problem of trying to build an act from the

beginning. Acts of ours that have toured

have generally been preceeded by a buzz

from both import sales and club play."

PolyGram Closes
St. Louis Office
NEW YORK — PolyGram Distribution Inc.

has closed its St. Louis branch and will han-

dle distribution in the St. Louis area out of

its Chicago branch, effective Feb. 1. Ac-
cording to a PolyGram spokesman, the

company should be able to guarantee one-

day service to all accounts that were
previously supplied by the St. Louis
branch.

Only three of the St. Louis staffers are be-

ing discharged. The other branch person-
nel have been reassigned to other PDI dis-

tribution centers.

The St. Louis branch closing is part of a

larger restructuring at PDI, and there have
been rumors of layoffs at other PolyGram
field offices. At press time, however, PDI

executives were unavailable for comment
on the restructuring of the company.

“T usk;” Stevie Wonder's "Journey Through
The Secret Life Of Plants;" Neil Young &

Crazy Horse's “Live Rust;” “No Nukes” by

various artists, and Lynyrd Skynyrd's “Gold

& Platinum."

The retailers were unanimous in pointing

to the existence of ready-made audiences
for entrenched stars. Tom Seaman, direc-

tor of merchandise records and tapes for

the 12 Sam Goody stores in the
Philadelphia area, reported “very, very

strong" sales for the twin sets, particularly

for Pink Floyd, Donna Summer and Lynyrd

Skynyrd. He surmised that consumers
regarded the double albums as “major

statements" from their favorite artists, and
predicted continued good sales for dou-
bles if the musical quality remained high.

The artists' popularity was cited for "great"

doubles sales by Buster Bassett, the

Oklahoma City-based buyer for eight of the

30 Sound Warehouse stores in the
Southwest. Noting strong movement for

Donna Summer and Fleetwood Mac,
Bassett said that, once consumers judged
the music to be of high quality, they were

not bothered by paying high prices for dou-
bles.

Collegiate 6uyer
“We knew that Pink Floyd would be a big

seller in our store,” said Lee Cohen, direc-

tor of marketing for Licorice Pizza, a 21-

store chain in the Los Angeles area.

Likewise, Steven Pofcher, manager of one
of the 1 1 Music City and Music World stores

in the Boston area, said that the reputation

of Pink Floyd, the Bee Gees and Fleetwood
Mac among his heavily collegiate clientele

accounted for the fact that his “top albums
still are the doubles.”

In San Francisco, Larry Klayman, tape

buyerforthe 28-unitTower Records, repor-

ted “excellent” movement for Pink Floyd,

the Bee Gees, Fleetwood Mac, and Stevie

Wonder. He attributed the strong sales to a

large population of fans for these artists

and the free spending of left-over holiday

gift money.
Strong pre-release airplay and the

marked rock 'n' roll orientation of Chicago
area record buyers were cited as the

Chrysalis ’79 Sales Revenues
Are Highest Ever For Label

LOS ANGELES — During a year in which

much of the industry was plagued by slum-

ping sales, abnormally high returns and
massive cutbacks in both personnel and
services, Chrysalis Records not only

managed to buck the trend, but also

emerged from 1979 with the highest gross

sales revenues in the label’s history.

One of the few remaining major indepen-

dently distributed labels, Chrysalis
registered gross sales revenues of $21.6

million during the year and “very healthy

profits," according to senior vice president

Sal Licata.

“We had a very successful 1979,” Licata

explained, “not only in terms of gross
business, but also returns, which were very

low. And since we don't have an overabun-

dance of product out there to worry about,

we're entering 1980 in the best possible

shape we could be in.”

Small Roster

Featuring a select artist roster of approx-
imately 20 acts — including such es-

tablished names as Blondie, Jethro Tull,

Robin Trower, The Babys, Ian Hunter,

U.F.O. and John Fahey (on the Takoma
label) — plus up-and-comers like Pat

Benatar, The Specials and The Fabulous

Federal Court
Enjoins T-Shirt
Bootlegging

LOS ANGELES — Winterland Productions,

a Bill Graham company, and the Leber-

Krebs Organization have filed suit in the

eastern NewYorkdistrictoftheU.S. District

Court against alleged bootleggers, who are

accused of manufacturing and selling T-

shirts and other products without
authorization or license.

The court subsequently issued a

preliminary injunction prohibiting further

manufacture and sale of the merchandise
in question.

Joining the two companies in the suit are

a host of artists, including AC/DC,
Aerosmith, the California Music Festival,

the Doobie Brothers, the Rolling Stones,

Rod Stewart and others.

Topping the list of defendants are

Plymouth Mills, aka Our Front; On Top Inc.;

The T-Shirt Barn; Great American Screen

Design, LTD and a number of individuals.

Commenting on the battle against

bootleggers, David Krebs, co-principa! of

Leber-Krebs, said, “We have just begun to

fight. The plaintiffs named in this suit are

hostile.

“The biggest rip-off is not the financial

aspect, but the quality of the bootleg

product. A kid buys a T-shirt, wears it once,

washes it and it shrinks. They only remem-
ber who they saw at the concert, not who
sold them the shirt.

“We intend to go all the way on this

issue," Krebs added.
In a joint investigation conducted by Win-

Considered a living legend by English

rock buffs, EMI-America recording artist

Cliff Richard has earned as much respect
and reverence in his 21-year career as Elvis

Presley had in America. With 70 charted

hits in the U.K. and internationally, Richard
is back in the swing of things again with “We
Don't Talk Anymore,” #1 in the U.K. earlier

this year and currently #7 on the Cash Box
Top 100 Singles chart and #85 on the Top
200 Albums chart.

While it's been 21 years since his third

single, “Livin' Lovin’ Doll,” became a #1 hit

in the U.K., age seems to have passed
Richard by. He has been constantly
recording and touring, and recently he was
honored with an OBE (Officer of the Order
of the British Empire) by the Queen, one of

the highest awards bestowed on non-
military persons by the British government.

With his OBE, Richard joined an ex-

clusive club of musicians with the award, in-

cluding the Beatles, who once supplanted
Richard as the U.K.'s top act in the early

'60s.

Born Harry Webb in Lucknow, India, he

moved with his family to the U.K. when he

was eight-years-old. During his school

years, he idolized Elvis and developed a

yearning to emulate the American rock ‘n’

roll superstar. By thetime he was 15, hewas
ready to pursue the dream and soon for-

med a group called the Drifters with friends

Terry Smart, Ken Pavey and Ian “Sammy"
Samwell. After the usual assortment of pub
and coffee bar dates, the band was dis-

covered at a local talent show and had
some demo tapes submitted to EMI.

While waiting for a response, the band
members quit their day jobs and began to

pursue music full-time as Cliff Richard and
The Drifters. Johnny Foster, business
manager for thegroup atthetime, came up
with "Richard” rather than "Richards" so

Cliff could correct people who mispronoun-
ced the name, and thus imprint it more fir-

mly in their minds.

The EMI deal came through, and in 1958,

“Move It" was released, eventually climbing

to #2 on the charts. “High Class Baby”
followed, then “Livin' Lovin' Doll,” and
Richard was well on his way towards realiz-

ing his childhood dream.

Today nearly 22 years later, it's safe to

say that Cliff Richard achieved that dream.
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Sylvain Sylvain
Syl Sylvain is, by his own admission, a

unique type of rock star. The RCA
recording artist, whose self-titled label

debut has just been released, says that “it

has nothing to do with the fact that I was
born in Egypt, or that being a rock star is

one step better than a go-go dancer. It’s

just that I’d rather be recognized as a com-
plete entertainer, like George Burns, who
does a little bit of everything, or Sophie

T ucker, whose credo was simply, ‘Don’t get

bit by the same dog twice.' I’ll always love

rock and roll, but only true entertainers live

forever.”

Sylvain’s career has always been
marked by a sense of adventure. For star-

ters, he was a founding member of the New
York Dolls, who emerged from lower

Manhattan’s vanguard arts community in

the early 70s with a songbook of aurally

nightmarish tales about men and women
caught up in the terror of drugs, urban

violence, and sexual paranoia. The focal

point of the day was decadence, and while

Lou Reed flaunted it and David Bowie ex-

ploited it, only the Dolls made it sink in. The
market for such music, however, was not

yet there, and the Dolls broke up in 1975.

Nevertheless, three of the band's mem-
bers, Sylvain, David Johansen, and Johnny
Thunders, have managed to launch and

sustain solo careers.

Sylvain was born in Cairo in 1953, the son

of an executive for the National Bank of

Egypt. He was raised there until he was six,

after which the family moved to Paris,

where Syl dressed in cowboy boots and
pants, drank Coca-Cola outof shotglasses,

and listened to Ray Charles, Little Richard,

and Gene Vicent. The family moved to Buf-

falo in 1961, but settled in Brooklyn shortly

thereafter. In Brooklyn, Syl and the late Billy

Murcia of the Dolls formed their first group,

The Devils, after duping a pawn shop owner
into thinking that one of the guitars he was
selling had been stolen from them. The
Devils then grew into The Pox, whose
demise brought Syl and Murcia together

with bassist Arthur Kane, guitarist Johnny
Thunders, and Johansen.
When the Dolls finally disbanded, Syl's

first step was to form The Criminals, whose
clean-cut energy yielded the now classic

single, “The Kids Are Back.” He wrote and
produced the track (recognized by the New
Musical Express as the best American-
made 45 of 1978) for Sing Sing Records, an

independent label which he formed to

manufacture and distribute the disc. The
Criminals were short-lived, but an eight-

track demo that they recorded was brought

to Nancy Jeffries of RCA, and in June of last

year, Sylvain was signed to the label as a

solo artist.

Last summer, he formed Teenage News
(now known as The Texas Millionaires),

consisting of Johnny Rao on guitar, Buz
Verno on bass, Bobby Blain on piano, Jon
Gerber on sax, and Lee Crystal on drums.
Within weeks, thegroup entered The Power
Station in New York with producers Lance
Quinn and Tony Bongiovi and cut “Sylvain

Sylvain.”

“Musically, the album speaks for itself,"

says Syl, who is self-managed. “It may have

a classic feel to it root-wise, but it’s

definitely music for the ’80s. People who
lean on it won’t be disappointed."

Webster Lewis
Quenching the-music thirst of the public

was the prime motivation leading to “8 For

The ’80s," the second Epic release by

keyboardist Webster Lewis. Featuring the

single “You Deserve T o Dance,” the album
marks the first step toward Developing a

multilithic sound for commercial consump-
tion, according to Lewis.

“Once I came out of the studio and the

conservatory, I began to notice that people

were begging for music," explained Lewis.

“It seemed as though people had been

beat over the head with, well, not mediocre,

but repetitious music,” he added.

Backed by a lineup that reads like a

Who’s Who among jazz musicians, Lewis

offers a tasteful brew of jazzy funk and

finely tuned listening music. Among those

notables on the disc are the Tower of Power
Horns, Oscar Brashear, Bobby Bryant,

Wah Wah Watson and three musicians

Lewis has toured with recently, Paul

Jackson, Bennie Maupin and fellow

keyboardist Herbie Hancock, who co-

produced the album with Lewis.

Performing and recording with deep
talent is nothing new for the effervescent

Lewis. He grew up running with fast com-
pany.

Born in Baltimore, Lewis began his

professional career playing organ for a

nine-piece band known as the Soul

Brothers, which backed major acts appear-

ing in town, includingTheSupremes, Major

Lance, Shep and The Limelights and Lloyd

Price.

Two years later, Lewis went on the road

with Chuck Jackson and Tommy Hunt. A
year later on his birthday, Lewis played at

the renowned Apollo Theatre with King

Curtis, followed by studio sessions for

Spector Records.

He then returned to Baltimore where he

commenced study at Morgan State, which

turned out to be his springboard into the

jazz sound. After graduation from Morgan,

Lewis returned to a revamped Soul
Brothers Band at night and on weekends,
while teaching during the day.

Lewis then decided to study further,

moving on to Boston where he met com-
poser/musicologist Gunther Schuller, who
helped him gain a presidential scholarship

to the New England conservatory.

After gaining his Masters in Musical

Composition in 1969, Lewis launched a

career that led him to conduct Lola Falana’s

band for two years, then the Swedish and
Norwegian Orchestras, and, finally the

Houston Symphony Orchestra. He also has

arranged tunes for The Jacksons, Bill

Withers and Tom Jones during that time.

Touring with Herbie Hancock and the

Headhunters in 1978 was the turning point

for Lewis. After moving from Boston to Los
Angeles, the keyboardist began developing

his current musical direction.

"The tour with Herbie stimulated this new
direction. Herbie helped me learn the use of

electronic instruments and how to get the

sounds I heard in my head on tape," Lewis'

explained.

He added that he hopes to further extend

the ideas on the “8 For The 80’s" LP, break-
ing music barriers by employing his mul-

tilithic skills. "The more diverse the music,

the more people the music reaches.”

Lewis is currently preparing for a concert

at the Shrine Auditorium in Los Angeles.

Reedman Ronnie Laws On
Brink Of Mainstream Success

LOS ANGELES — Versatile reedman Ron-
nie Laws, at the age of 30, is a highly-

respected member of the jazz community
and a six-year recording veteran with four

well-received LPs to discredit on Blue Note
and United Artists Records. His growth as a

jazz artist has been astonishingly rapid

since he first signed with Blue Note in 1974

and released “Pressure Sensitive,” which

became the largest selling debut LP in the

label’s 37-year history.

Now, with the release of the single “Every

Generation,” the title track from his

forthcoming UA album, he is virtually

knocking on the door of mainstream
success as his career takes a new and
highly-promising turn.

“It’s the beginning of a new phase for

me,” says the tail, affable Laws of the new
LP and single. “It’s a little hard to project

where it's going to go from here, but I

believe they represent the direction I want

to go into."

‘Song-Oriented’

Laws explains that his present direction

in music has been towards a more “song-

oriented approach” in both writing and
playing, as the single "Every Generation”

features Laws on both lead vocals, as well

as saxophone. However, he is also quick to

point out that although he sung on both his

last album, “Flame,” and the current LP, he

does not consider himself to be a singer.

“I don’t really classify myself as a vocalist

at all," stresses Laws. “In the process of try-

ing to find someone to sing 'Every Genera-
tion’ I just decided that I would be best

suited to the job since I wrote it and knew,

conceptually, just what I wanted to say. It

also worked out because my vocal phras-

ing is so similar to my instrumental phras-

ing."

The album, Laws explained, has “both a

broad meaning and a specific message” in

that it reflects every step of life from infancy

to adulthood and old age. “In a sense, it also

reflects my childhood, up until the point of

my manhood and now my maturity as an ar-

tist,” says Laws.

Musical Family

Growing up in Houston, Tex., Laws was
part of a musically-oriented family. His

mother, Miolla, was a gospel pianist, while

his brother Hubert has gone on to become
an equally well-known jazz and classical

flutist. Two sisters, Debra and Eloise. are

budding singers in their own right, with

another Charlotte Laws Stroud, having

contributed lyrics to the song "Love's Vic-

tory" on the new album.

(800/223-2328) to report crimes in this

area. Both organizations will encourage
industry-wide use of the number to report

offers to sell counterfeit discs and tapes,

locations of offending retailers, and iden-

tities of counterfeit manufacturers and
graphics printers.

The RIAA/NARM program will be an-

nounced in full-page trade ads explaining

the plan. The tollfree number provides a

direct link to RIAA’s anti-piracy intelligence

bureau, where investigators and attorneys

will speed the flow of information to the FBI

or other enforcement agencies.

The new project is a response to the

growing availability of counterfeit
recordings at retail outlets. Annual losses

are estimated in the hundreds of millions of

dollars.

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Chrysalis Records’ Success
Based On Solid Fundamentals
(continued trom page 8)

understand what has to be done. They don’t

believe in quotas, as long as you’re

developing an act. That is the most impor-

tant thing, that you've covered every angle.

If you do that, then everything will fall into

place."

This philosophy was instrumental in

breaking Blondie's ‘‘Parallel Lines” LP and
“Heart Of Glass" single, perhaps the

biggest Chrysalis success story of 1979.

“Blondie's ‘Parallel Lines’ was an album
that we didn’t think would explode like it

did," Licata noted. “The album was out for

quite a while, then ‘Heart Of Glass' came out

and everything took off. It broke wide open
and opened the door for a lot of other

things. It was a very important part of our

success story."

Album Oriented

Getting its initial response from FM,
“Parallel Lines" typifies much of Chrysalis'

product, geared with a heavy emphasis
toward strong albums. This direction is

quite intentional, according to Licata.

"You can’t be a record company on
singles,” he explained. “You’ve got to build

a catalog. You’ve got to have longevity, and
the only way to do that is to get to the AOR
area. The FM, AOR is what built Chrysalis

Records.”

“That’s why we have a lot of strength,”

Licata continued. “That's why our catalog is

so strong. Our catalog is unreal for its size.

We do a tremendous amount of catalog

business.”

Nevertheless, the dual success of

“Parallel Lines” and “Heart Of Glass" also

pointed out that the only way to the top is

through Top 40 play. Pointing out that

Chrysalis is now getting more and more
acts onto Top 40 playlists, Licata explained,

“That’s the way you really get an act over
the hump. You can sellX-amount of albums
with AOR play, but in order to get one there,

you have to have that hit single. We’ve been
able to do that recently.”

Blondie also typifies the Chrysalis at-

titude towards signing new acts. Known
throughout its existence as a punk band, a

new wave band, a pop band, Blondie’s

success with the discoized “Heart Of Glass”

points to a flexible approach towards
musical categories at Chrysalis.

“We sign music, that’s where it’s really

at," Licata explained. “If it’s right and it

makes sense, that’s what we want. We’re
always looking for new acts, but they have
to be right for the company. We just signed

a new act — Huey Lewis and The News out

of San Francisco — and we feel very for-

tunate to have them with us. It’s an exciting

new group.”

The characteristic attention to detail also

spills over into the overall management of

the company. Chrysalis was able to avoid

the industry problems of 1979 by taking a

realistic look at the situation, then acting

accordingly. This course of action, Licata

noted, proved itself by the fact that the label

wasn't forced to cut back any staff during

the slowest parts of 1979.

Realistic Forecasts

“We know how far we can go, how much
we can deliver,” Licata explained. “We're
very conservative in our approach to an-

nual forecasts. Just because you do $20
million of business one year, it doesn’t

mean that you’re going to do $30 million the

next.”

The conservative approach also paid off

in the area of returns. While majors like

CBS, WEA, Polygram and RCA have in-

stituted varying returns ceilings for 1980,

Chrysalis will continue to emphasize
carefully planned shipping.

“We’re not changing our return policy,”

Licata stated, “because we know how to

ship. Our returns were very, very low in

1979. I'm not criticizing those companies
that have return ceilings, they have a dif-

ferent situation than ours and what they’re

doing seems to be a step in the right direc-

tion, but we have been way ahead of it. We
knew when 1979 started that we had to

change our thinking and watch how we
shipped records, because we anticipated

the problems ahead of the industry.”

The emphasis upon shipping has also

paid off with Chrysalis’ network of indepen-
dent distributors. While many buyers for

retail chains, one-stops and rack jobbers

have revealed that the newly instituted

return ceilings of the majors will cause a

more cautious attitude towards ordering

product (Cash Box, Jan 12), Licata noted

that Chrysalis and its distributors have
been able to avoid this problem.

"If we would have come up and set a

policy that we were going to have a 22%
return ceiling or something like that, we
probably would have had some heat,”

Licata stated, “but we’re under that anyway,

doing it the way we are.”

Licata also believes that Chrysalis will

remain with the independent distributors,

instead of following the example of

Casablanca, RSO and A&M, who left the

ranks of the indies to join major branch dis-

tribution systems. In the three years that

Chrysalis has existed as an independent
company, Licata has been extremely
pleased with the relationships that have
been developed.

“We have been very, very successful be-

ing with independent distributors, and the

Living Within Prices’

Doubles have been moving well for the

Record Bar, said Ed Berson, vice president

of purchasing, Berson's latest computer
print-outs show Pink Floyd, Lynyrd
Skynard, the Bee Gees, Donna Summer
and Fleetwood Mac riding the top 20 in the

chain's 97 outlets, stretching from Ut&h to

Durham, N.C. Agreeing that the artists'

popularity was an overriding consideration

for the consumers, Berson said, “It seems
that the U.S. is living within its prices no
matter what.”

The circulation of holiday gift money was
cited as the major reason for the strong

sales of doubles by Evan Lasky, president

of the 93 Budget Tapes & Records stores,

which are found from Wisconsin to Alaska.

Lasky cited the holiday carry-over and lack

of strong competitive product for the

“aberration" of continued movement by

Pink Floyd and No Nukes. Commenting on

Budget's markdown policy for double and
single pocket LPs, Lasky claimed to be
“pretty unusual in not trying to make more
on the high-priced twin sets.

Similar Markdown
Most of the other retailers, however, in-

sisted that the difference in their

markdowns on double sets was only

marginally different from their discounting

of single pocket items. The major exception

was Korvettes, which recently advertised

four bestselling doubles in the New York

Times for $7.88 each.

David Rothfeld. vice president and
divisional merchandise manager for the 50-

unit Korvettes chain, was less than
enthusiastic about the profit potential of

double-record sets. “People back off on a

two-record set today at your normal
prices,” he stated. Pointing out that most of

the popular twin sets were conceived
before the economy went into its current

slump, Rothfeld insisted that aggressive
radio and print promotions were the major
reasons for the success of the Donna Sum-
mer album and other doubles at Korvettes.

Alternative View
Other retailers had different interpreta-

tions of the current viability of high-ticket,

two-record sets. “What we've done is cut

away a large segment of the very young
population that used to buy records," war-

ned John Cohen, president of Disc
Records, which has 37 stores in Texas, the

midwest and the southeast. Emphasizing

NASHVILLE — More than 10,000 country-

rock fans — plus a nationwide radio

audience that will perhaps total some one
million listeners — attended the nine-hour

musical marathon known as Volunteer Jam

ITA Establishes Own
Gold Videocassette
And Videodisc Awards
LOS ANGELES — The International
Tape/Disc Association (ITA) has es-

tablished a new worldwide award to note

outstanding sales of pre-recorded home
videotapes and videodiscs. The awards, to

be known as the ITA Golden Videocassette

and the ITA Golden Videodisc, will initially

be based upon minimum sales of $1 million

worth of product at retail list price or its

equivalent in foreign currencies.

An audit system has been established as

well to verify sales, according to Henry
Brief, executive director of ITA, and owners
of programming rights for video cassettes

or discs or their legal licensees worldwide
may apply for ITA certification. Total sales

of an individual cassette title or program,

regardless of tape format, will be included,

as will total sales on videodiscs regardless

of the system. Only sales within an in-

dividual country will be considered for an

award.

ITA's awards and certification go into ef-

fect immediately, as opposed to that of the

RIAA, which has been postponed “until

some time in the future when player pop-

ulation and videogram sales levels warrant

this recognition of achievement," ac-

cording to RIAA president Stan Gortikov

(Cash Box, Jan. 19).

"Since ours is an international organiza-

tion whose more than 450 member com-
panies worldwide are involved in every

facet of the video tape and disc industry,

and since the home video explosion is a

global phenomenon, we thought it ap-

propriate for ITA to establish an award for

outstanding sales achievement that would
receive worldwide recognition and
prestige," said Brief. He also added that,

over time, there would undoubtedly be
periodic reviews and adjustments of the

criteria for award eligibility.

terland and Leber-Krebs (managers of Ted
Nugent, also a plaintiff in the suit), the two
companies estimated that perhaps
$100,000 in bootleg T-shirts were sold at the

California Music Festival in Los Angeles,

which featured Aerosmith, Nugent, Van
Halen and Cheap Trick. It was that dis-

covery that prompted the suit.

Dell Furano, president of Winterland

Productions, further estimated that

national bootleg sales probably exceed $20
million annually, with net sales in the new
York area alone exceeding $1 million per

year.

The artist, concert hall, promoter and
governmental agencies all lose revenue
due to bootlegging because royalties, con-

cessions and sales taxes, normally paid by
authorized T-shirt vendors, are not paid by

the bootleggers, according to a Winterland
spokesman.

In granting the preliminary injunction,

articles with the likeness or a symbol of any
of the plaintiffs in the action.

The injunction also prohibited develop-

Audiophile Labels
Hold Summit To Form
Steering Committee
LOS ANGELES — Representatives from

various facets of the audiophile disc in-

dustry recently took part in a summit
meeting Jan. 4 in Las Vegas. Thirty-five

delegates participated in the meeting which
was sponsored by Nautilus Recordings,

leading audiophile disc producer and dis-

tributor. Participants in the summit, ac-

cording to Baxter Boynington of Nautilus,

“represented a broad cross-section of the

audiophile industry gathered together to

discuss large and numerous areas where
knowledge could be shared to help expand
and increase the market.”

Although no official association was for-

med Boynington explained that “there was
a great deal of enthusiasm and energy

behind the idea to continue the discussion

in some way and, as a result, a steering

committee was suggested.” Named to the

committee were Steve Krause, president of

Nautilus Recordings; Cheryl King of 2000
B.C.; Jeff Weber of En Pointe Productions;

Herb Dilhoper, chief executive officer of

Sound 80 Recorders in Minneapolis and
Jonas Miller, chief executive officer of M&K
Realtime Records.

Areas of common concern that were dis-

cussed at the summit included problems of

credit and collections; expense, time and
lacquer degradation involved in overseas

pressing and mastering; and consumer
education about digital recording.

“The general concensus at the meeting,”

stated Boynington, “was that the consumer
is now confused about the buzzword digital

because they have been told that digitally-

produced albums are better. A consumer
may have bought one digital audiophile

album for $15. and then he sees a digitally-

recorded conventional album in a bin for

$8.98 and either thinks he has been
defrauded or has just found a bargain."

Participants agreed, according to

Boynington, that it was necessary for the

audiophile industry to make the consumer
aware of the difference between audiophile

and conventional pressings but that no

single company could afford such an

undertaking.

Much discussion revolved around the

question of what qualifications must be met
to label a disc an audiophile pressing. “At-

titude of excellence,” concluded
Boynington, “was the term adopted by

everyone at the summit. If, in producing a

record, all decisions during the complete
process are based on maintaining the

highest quality possible, then an audiophile

disc would result, regardless of whether it

was half-speed mastered, digitally or

direct-to-disc recorded."

means more to the rock press than it does
to the people of Madison.”

In Louisville, Ky., Mick Dolan, program
director for WLRS, argued that "hard core

new wave is just not happening in this town.

We’re anywhere from one to two years

behind east and west coast trends. The
mainstream here just hasn't accepted
groups like the Clash and the B-52's,

because this is a Ted Nugent town. We
don't even have a new wave club here, let

alone a radio outlet for it."

"Rock means a lot of things, and new
wave is only one part of it,” reflected Tom
Teuher, program director for WLVQ in

Columbus, Ohio. “We're a Led Zeppelin,

Molly Hatchet, Pink Floyd and AC/DC town,

and while we did play the first Elvis Costello

album when it was still an import three

years ago, and Blondie and Joe Jackson
had hits here, this town is not gung-ho on

new wave. Lee's memo only confirms what
we have known for months.”

Dick Hungate, program director for W4
in Detroit, argued that, “by and large, most
new wave-oriented artists fall on deaf ears”

at the station's music meetings. "Granted,

some new wave artists have a mass appeal

sound that’s loaded with hooks. But the

majority don't have the song structure

we're looking for — hooks, a catchy
melody, and lyrics the listener can relate

to." He added that the effect of the memo
will probably make him "about 10% more
discriminating" than he had been in the

past.

‘Mass Appeal Station’

As the program director for WAAF in

Worcester, Mass., Paul Lemieux said he

recognizes the fact that “the New England
area is one of the hottest new wave markets
in the country, and I recognize that much of

the sound is artistically valid. We are,

however, a mass appeal station working
from a tight playlist, and we've really got to

believe in the groups we add so that they

get the proper chance to happen."
AOR promotion executives at several

record companies were less than
understanding of the memo, however. "A

lot of the anti-new music bias is a self-

fulfilling prophecy,” said one record
company vice president, “given the kind of

rotation the music often gets. The fact that

new wave bands playing intense, driving

rock and roll are springing up in every other

American garage from coast to coast tells

me that there is a movement afoot, and that

radio has to capture it soon. How long do
you expect 35-year-old musicians to

continue making music for 17-year-olds?

Sooner or later, kids will have to have music
made by their peers more accessible to

them."

Another promotion representative said

that the memo “was just another stumbling

block” in the path of new wave music. “This

kind of perspective means we’ll just have to

develop an alternative game plan to try and
get around the directive.”

“Abrams is highly successful at what he
does," concluded an AOR promotion
director, “and as a record company, it's our

business to fight him and ultimately prove
him wrong.”

In some instances, club play has been
clearly utilized as a means of building artist

identification in a way that discos never did.

Nerlinger pointed to the recent opening of

a DOR club in San Francisco called X’s,

staffed by former KSAN DJs. Whereas
detractors charge that disco music
provides nothing more than background
music for dancing, X’s DJs announce the

names of the artists and the song titles after

each set.

Artist Development
Al DeMarino, vice president of artist

development for E/P/A, believes in the

viability of theclub scene for developing ar-

tists. "We’ve had a number of artists from

the Romantics to the Only Ones to Lena
Lovitch that have either played these rooms
or are about to," he pointed out. DeMarino
also said that “if we feel that it is the kind of

room that is appropriate for the artist, we’ll

recommend that they play it. For example,

we've recommended a number of these

rooms for Lena Lovitch’s upcomig tour."

Another positive factor is that several of

the involved companies are grounded in

the British approach to breaking new ar-

tists, which necessarily includes the use of

clubs because of the inadequacies of

British commercial radio. According to

Charles Dimond, general manager of

Virgin, “in England, we have for the past

several years relied on bands to build

audiences by following a progression from
pubs to universities to dance halls. Here, we
are dealing with taking the next step

beyond Hurrah's, and that is obviously not

Madison Square Garden.”

But, despite their endorsement of the

scene's health, the major labels tend to

remain cautious in comparing its viability to

that of radio. According to Jerry Jaffe, vice

president of artist development for

Polydor, “while there is a burgeoning
scene, it will have to work hand in hand with

radio. I don't think that Polydor would sign

an act on the strength of club play, and I

don't think that anyone is going to sign an

act that they don't feel will be played on the

radio."

DeMarino added, "We honestly do not

know the full viability of these rooms, and
I’d be guessing if I said I knew how much
this scene is going to grow."

REGARDING BURKE RATINGS — Many industry people were disturbed and concer-
ned over the termination of Burke’s Broadcast ratings division. ABC Radio has reacted
to this matter in a public statement, the contents of which follow: “ABC Radio regrets
that Burke Broadcast Research has decided to terminate its radio audience measure-
ment activity. We've supported Burke’s efforts to provide the industry with a viable
nationally syndicated radio audience measurement service, as we have, in the past,

supported other efforts with similar objectives. We continue to belive that radio needs a
strong, nationally syndicated and nationally accepted alternative source of radio
audience data, and hope that Burke's failure to achieve its objectives will not deter
others from exploring and entering this field.”

UNUSUAL PROMOTION — The Christmas season may be over, but KZLA AM &
FM/Los Angeles had a rather unusual and modest Christmas promotion giveaway that

may merit attention by other stations for future reference. Keeping in mind the disap-
pointment youngsters have when they receive battery powered toys without the bat-

teries, the station offered free batteries (on Christmas Day when most stores are
closed) for anyone who showed up with a toy or appliance lacking the energy to do its

thing. In just four hours, 1,500 batteries were distributed.

NETWORK NEWS — In an effort to provide a central source of information on the radio

industry, the ABC Radio Network began providing weekly information packets to the

national consumer, business and trade

press on Jan. 18. The packets provide

material on programming, new
technology and other relavant develop-
ments. Henry Kavett, manager, infor-

mation and public relations for ABC
Radio, said, “While radio is a proven
medium, it is one which continues to

evolve and develop. It is for this reason,

and others, that we have undertaken
this project, which we believe will aid

publications in providing a new level of

service to their readers and an in-

creased awareness of this vital

medium." . . . The RKO Radio Network
will present the Eagles in an exclusive

two-hour special scheduled to air on the

RKO affiliate stations the weekend of

Feb. 2-3. The special features an inter-

view with the band conducted by Les
Garland, PD at KFRC/San Francisco and KHJ/Los Angeles' Bobby Ocean . . . From the

NBC Network comes a program devoted to one of Rock ‘N' Roll's godfathers. Chuck
Berry. Presented as part of NBC's The Source, the feature takes a look at Berry's roots,

the famous guitar lick that made music history in the ’50s and many of the songs that

made Berry special.

STATION TO STATION — KSAN/San Francisco is presenting a new series of musical

features every day from midnight to 1 a.m. Some of the programs include “The King

Biscuit Flower Hour,” “The Robert Klein Hour," "London Wavelength," which features

live rock ‘n’ roll concerts recorded by BBC, and "Rising Stars," which offers music by
unsigned Bay Area musicians. The series is hosted by KSAN's Trish Robbins . . .

Another station committed to supporting local music is KQFM/QIOO/Portland. The
QlOO-sponsored Ranier Festivals were a series of free outdoor Sunday afternoon con-
certs featuring three bands and “Studio Sessions" is a monthly event allowing a selec-

ted local group to perform and record a live set from Soundsmith Studios. The
recording is then broadcast at a later date. PD Norm Gregory said. “We're proud of the

music happening in and around town. Providing our listeners with as much local music
as we can fulfills a need that we see getting stronger all the time.” . . . WPEZ/Pittsburgh
is airing “The National Anthem" by Charlie Daniels twice daily as part of its support of

Phonogram Now Third U.K.
Label To Cut Dealer Margin

LONDON — Phonogram Records has cut

its dealer margin to 30%, making it the third

major company to do so after Polydor and
WEA. Though Phonogram has become the

latest company to perpetuate the trend of

moving away from RRP (recommended
retail pricing), the new margin will “be im-

proved often, according to certain criteria,”

according to managing director Ken
Maiiphant.

The flexibility of the margin falls into the

area of new artists and development acts,

which, at Phonogram’s discretion, will carry

additional discounts as well as certain

specified back catalog items that will carry

an automatic discount of 10% in addition to

the 30% margin. Other criteria include sec-

tions of the product range offered to

dealers by the PolyGram sales force on a

flexible extra discount offer.

Case To Stop Bee

Maiiphant said that margins for back
catalog would be continuously amended
and updated by means of a printed list

issued to dealers every quarter, and added,
“We believe that this system will enable us

both to put the varying categories of

product into more meaningful perspective

and introduce a degree of flexibility essen-
tial to enable us to adapt quickly in a volatile

environment."

Phonogram's marketing director Barry

Evans commented, “The use of this flexible

margin system is a more realistic approach
to rewarding the trade for the extra efforts

required in breaking new artists and sup-

porting back catalog. The first album to

benefit under this new system will be a

February debut album from the Original

Mirrors, which will receive an additional

discount over and above the new basic

dealer margin.”

Injunction In

Gees’ Imports
LONDON — In the continuing court action

between Polydor, in association with RSO,
and the Simons and Harlequin Records
shops, the labels have won an interlocutory

injunction to prevent the importation into

the U.K. and sale of certain Portuguese
pressings of the Bee Gees “Spirits Having

Flown” LP.

Michael A. Kuhn, director and senior

legal adviser of PolyGram Leisure Ltd.,

said, “The judge rejected the defendants'

contentions on the interpretation of the

Copyright Act 1956, and supported
Poiydor’s arguments that the treaty bet-

ween the EEC (European Economic Com-
munity) and Portugal did not prevent

Polydor enforcing its normal rights under
the Copyright Act. The judge refused to

refer the case to the European court at this

stage and refused leave to appeal against

this part of his decision."

Warning Issued

Following this latest high court decision

in Polydor’s favor, the record company has

issued a further warning to all importers of

foreign pressings, which states thus,

"Polydor Ltd. confirms that they will take

proceedings against any importer,
wholesaler or retailer unlawfully importing

or selling records manufactured in Por-

tugal containing Polydor sound
recordings.”

sent word to CAM before their no-shows.

U.S. tour.

Other firms representing Soviet artists

here did not seem worried about possible

cancellations.

KOSTELANETZ DIES — Conductor
Andre Kostelanetz, who was equally com-
fortable with symphonic and popular
music, died January 13 in ahospita! in Port-

au-Prince, Haiti, at the age of 78. He had
suffered a heart attack after contracting

pneumonia while on vacation on the Carib-

bean island.

Kostelanetz recordings (most recently

on Columbia) sold an estimated 52 million

copies around the world. In the classical

music field, only the Boston Pops has sold

more records. A Russian immigrant,

prominence when he conducted the CBS
Symphony Orchestra on several radio

programs of the 1930s, notably the
“Chesterfield Hour.” He also made and
recorded numerous arrangements of pop-
ular songs, which had a significant in-

fluence on American film music. In 1963, he
inaugurated the “Promenade” summer
concerts of the New York Philharmonic, a

fixture of the local scene that mixed
symphonic music with dance, narration,

mime and folk singing. He also contributed

to the nation’s musical life by commission-
ing a number of works from important
American composers, including Aaron
Copland, William Schuman, Jerome Kern,

Alan Hovhaness, Virgil Thomson, Paul

Creston and Ferde Grofe.

Yet, when one compares this to recent versions conduc-
ted by Previn (Pittsburgh Symphony) or Mehta (London
Symphony), one perceives that Karajan's reading is only skin-
deep, lacking the angst and the dearly painful nostalgia which
lie beneath the score’s apparently peaceful surface.

Country Music Association
Holds First Quarterly Meet
NASHVILLE — An increase in membership
of the Country Music Assn., plansfortheln-

ternational show at the 1980 Fan Fair and
the establishment of new committees to set

up a world festival of country music were
among the topics discussed at the CMA’s
first quarterly board meeting held Jan. 8-10

in Montego Bay, Jamaica.

Planning and development committee
chairman Frances Preston announced
three subcommittees at the meeting — the

International Music Industry Committee
(IMIC), chaired by CBS' Bruce Lundvall; the

country radio seminar committee, chaired

by MCA's Jim Foglesong; and a world

festival committee, chaired by Joe Talbot.

The CMA’s membership is up 6% from

last year, to 5,331 total members, ac-

cording to membership chairman Rick

Blackburn. International committee chair-

man Lundvall announced that plans for the

1980 international show atFan Fairarewell

underway and the deadline for receiving

artists' material for consideration is March
31.

The talent buyers committee presented

to the board of directors the tentative dates

for the 1980 Talent Buyers Seminar, which
will be Oct. 10-13 — ending on the Monday
of the CMA Awards Show.

Promotion committee chairman Rick

Blackburn discussed plans for the coming
year, including the concept of a new audio-

visual presentation utilizing current market
research data which would be useful to

CMA members in various categories. The
board also approved the adoption of a new
theme to be used in all of CMA’s outgoing

materials, “Country — The Music Of The
’80s.”

In the absence of radio committee chair-

man Don Nelson, Richard McCullough
reported on the proposed radio survey for

1980, which is to be mailed shortly to all

North American radio stations to determine

the extent of their country programming. In

addition, results of the Post Awards Radio

Show in October, 1979 revealed that 72 of

the 77 stations which responded to the sur-

vey stated they would be interested in car-

rying the show again.

Charlie Scully reported to the board on

the activities of the country music month
committee, outlining its suggestion for ad-

ditional promotional ideas to augment this

year's Country Music Month in October, in-

cluding mailings to shopping centers and
truck stops.

Ten electors were voted to the Hall of

Fame Panel of Electors by the board.

Nominees were presented to the board by

the Hall of Fame Panel of Electors commit-
tee, chaired by Joe Talbot.

The second quarterly board meeting for

1980 will take place in Washington, D.C.

April 15-17.

Ray Stevens Signs With RCA Records;
Marketing Campaign Is Announced
NASHVILLE — Ray Stevens has signed

with RCA Records, according to an an-

nouncement made here last week by Jerry

O. Bradley, division vice president,

Nashville Operations. Stevens also has

released his debut single for the label,

“Shriner’s Convention.”

Stevens, who has established a reputa-

tion as both a comic and serious artist, was
this year nominated for a Grammy in the

best comedy recording catagory for his “I

Need Your Help Barry Manilow.”

Steven's soon-to-be-released album for

the label, also titled "Shriner’sConvention,”

and the single will be supported by an ex-

tensive marketing campaign.
The single will ship to radio, press and

accounts on red vinyl, matching the

Shriners’ colors. The initial shipping will be
followed by two-color postcards, which
feature the album cover art and a message
from Stevens on the back.

Merchandising materials will include 2x2
posters and logo centerpieces, also keying

on the cover graphics.

Stevens also will be the target of a multi-

faceted media blitz that includes ap-

pearances on The Tonight Show, Merv, and
Dinah! Stevens recently taped a syndicated

special titled The Grand OF Opry Salutes

The Shrine, at Nashville's Opry House. Not
only did he receive a standing ovation for

the song, but also over 800 letters from the

Shriners present trying to locate a copy of

the single.

In addition to an across the board print

campaign, a special open-end interview

with Stevens has been designed for radio

and tagged with a space for local Shrine

temples to make a public service announ-
cement about their community benefit pro-

jects.

Due to the response from the Shriners to

the record, the network of temples will be
involved at the grassroots level, working
with the RCA promotion and sales
managers to coordinate efforts in their

respective markets. Though the method of

delivery will vary depending on each tem-
ple's participation, plans include delivering

the record to radio stations with motor-

cades, clowns and the traditional hoopla

associated with public gatherings of the

Shriners.

Artist, Publisher And Talent Agency —
Charley Pride Combines Them All

NASHVILLE — Although Charley Pride is

best known as a successful recording artist

and entertainer, he also fills some other

shoes in the music business. He is a

publisher (Pi-Gem), owner of a talent

management agency (Chardon), and a

talent scout who has found and helped

numerous other acts get a foot hold in the

music industry.

It was Pride who spotted such top artists

as Ronnie Milsap, Gary Stewart and Dave &
Sugar and gave them a spot on his show,

letting them showcase their talents and giv-

ing their careers a valuable shot-in-the-

arm.

The first act that Pride included in his

show was Johnny Duncan. Discussing his

long-standing concern for promoting new
talent, Pride stated, “When I was with my
first manager, we had accumulated some
extra money in the publishing company
and in trying to decide what to do with the

extra profits, we decided to try to develop

some new talent.” They settled on Duncan
because Pride felt he was different from his

own show, yet compatible. “I needed
someone to front me so it would be a good,

complete show,” he stated.

After Duncan, it was Johnny Russell, an

artist on RCA with Pride who added some
comedy to the show. After Russell left,

Pride was looking for another act and saw
Ronnie Milsap performing at a local

(Nashville) hotel. At that time, Milsap did

not have a recording contract and was not

known outside of his focal performances
but Pride was impressed enough with his

talent to give him a spot on the show.

Milsap, of course, went on to record for

RCA and become a superstar in his own
right after getting the boost from Pride.

The next act was Gary Stewart, who was
hired as a piano player to replace Milsap

and who had been signed to RCA but did

not have any hits at the time. He recorded

“Drinkin’ Thing” and “Out of Hand" and was
the opening act as his career took an upsw-
ing.

Stewart was followed by Dave & Sugar,

hired originally by Pride as a back-up
group. Pride got them a recording contract

with RCA and gave them the opening spot

on his show as they rose from back-up
singers to a superstar group while a part of

the Charley Pride show.

Since Dave & Sugar, Pride has featured

Janie Fricke, Razzy Bailey, Cliff Cochran,

Sylvia, David Wills and Dean Dillon on his

show, although none have become
regulars. Said Pride, “I hope that whoever
RCA or Pi-Gem or Chardon is involved with

will be considered a potential act for my
show. I’m always looking for top new talent

to put on stage.”

Explaining his reason for having his band

back the opening act, Pride stated, “When I

who did not want you to use their band
because they had the attitude it took away
from them, so 1 had to take my guitar and go
out and do my best with whatever they

could give me as back up. That became one
of my pet peeves and I promised I would
never let that attitude effect me. I made a

decision that when I got my band, anybody
on my show was going to sound as good as

their record and so everybody has used my
full band because I think that makes for a

better show.”

Not only does Pride give an act a spot on

his show, but also he gives freely of his time

and advice. “I’m not a manager but I like to

give direction and advice,” he said. “I watch

them perform every night and point out

things I feel can help them on stage as well

as with their overall careers.”

As for the future, Pride said he would like

to eventually go into producing and writing.

He has just completed an album of Hank
Williams songs and is looking toward a

book and some movie projects.

But whatever he does, Pride wants to

stay involved with other talent, building

other artists and using his own show to give

young, unknowns a chance to showcase
their talent with top musical back-up before

large country audiences.

MDJ Records Opens Nashville Office,

Merges With Music Mill Studio

NASHVILLE — Dallas-based MDJ Records
has launched a major expansion program,
spearheaded by its recent merger with the

Music Mill Recording Studio here.

Terms of the agreement call for a

physical expansion of the building that

houses the studio and the addition of a

second floor which will contain MDJ's
Nashville office, the company’s combined
publishing interests and possibly a second
recording studio as well as video facilities.

The Nashville office will be headed by

Harold Sheed, co-owner of the company
and one of the founders of the Music Mill.

The studio itself will undergo some
changes, according to Shedd. An ad-
ditional 24-track facility will be added to the

present 16-track giving the studio an

overall 40-track capability.

"One of the important aspects about this

merger is that through the studio, Harold

(Shedd) will do most of all the producing

and arranging for our acts, and all of our

acts will record in this studio,” noted Larry

McBride, president of the year-old label.

He added that the Music Mill will still

operate as a commercial studio.

The merger of MDJ and the Music Mill

will mean a strengthening of the company’s

publishing interests, bringing the total

number of catalogs controlled by the com-
pany to four — two in Nashville and two in

Dallas.

MDJ’s artist roster includes the Alabama
Band, Kenny Seratt, David Smith and
Stephanie Samone. Promotion and dis-

tribution of the label’s product is handled
by Nationwide Sound.

New Criteria Set For
Country Song Awards
NEW YORK — ASCAP has established

stronger new criteria for earning its annual

country music awards. The new criteria ap-

ply to those writers, publishers, artists and
producers whose songs have appeared on
any of the three major country singles

charts from Oct. 6, 1979 through Sept. 27.

All songs that have appeared on any one
chart for ten consecutive weeks and have
reached the #50 position on any two charts

will receive an award. Previously, a song
qualified for an award by placing on any of

the three charts for a total of ten weeks.
“The new criteria for the 1980 country

music awards came about after extensive

discussion with ASCAP writers and
publishers during the past year," stated Ed
Shea, Southern regional executive director

for ASCAP.

Volunteer Jam VI was broadcast live over

five local radio stations, recorded for syn-

dicated broadcast over the 200-station

King Biscuit series and for a possible album
and videotape by Show Biz Inc. for future

televised syndication. Also, several televi-

sion newscasters, including WSM-TV’s
Ralph Emery, taped artist interviews

backstage during the Jam.
The significance of the Jam is that it is the

only performance the Charlie Daniels Band
gives in the Nashville area during the year.

Since the CDB is one of the top pop acts

from Nashville and since so many other

acts are invited to perform on the show, it

has become one of the year’s premier

events in Nashville, both for the music
business and the general public. The show
has grown both in size and in scope every

year since its inception.

History Of Jam
The first Volunteer Jam was held on Oct.

14, 1974 at the War Memorial Auditorium in

Nashville before a crowd of 2,400 and
featured acts such as the Charlie Daniels

Band, Marshall Tucker, Allman Brothers,

Gringerswitch and Wet Willie. The second
Jam was held the following year on Sept. 17

in nearby Murfreesboro at Middle Ten-
nessee State University and featured acts

that appeared the previous year, in

addition to Ronni Stoneman and Billy Joe
Shaver.

Volunteer Jam III was the first held in

January at the Municipal Auditorium, which

seats 10,000. It was moved back to

Nashville for logistical reasons — it was
easier for the acts to get to the auditorium:

and held in January because most acts

were not on the road touring during this

time. Acts in Volunteer III and IV included

Sea Level, Willie Nelson, Papa John
Creach, Jim Dandy of Black Oak Arkansas.

Sanford Townsend Band, Marshall Tucker,

Grinderswitch and Wet Willie.

Volunteer Jam V saw acts such as Lynyrd

Skynyrd, John Prine, Dobie Gray, Doug
Kershaw, Link Wray, Carl Perkins and
Vassar Clements as the show became a

potpourri of diverse musical styles and
talent or, as Charlie Daniels put it, "a family

reunion. New Year's, Christmas and birth-

days all in one.”

The format of the Jam is such that acts

perform a short set with other acts
“guesting" on their sets for a song or two. In

this respect, it is like a rock ‘n’ roll Grand
Ole Opry in which a set of musicians back a

parade of artists all organized over blocks

of time. A massive rehearsal with all the

acts is held the night before, a mini-Jam it-

self sans audience.

The actual “jam" part of the Jam occurs

at the end of the show after all the perfor-

mances as the musicians and singers

crowd together on the stage to perform

several songs.

Although the Jam is not billed as a

charity, the profits that Charlie Daniels

realized from the 1979 Jam went to the T.J.

Martell Memorial Fund for Leukemia
Research and the National Ouad and
Pariplegic Association.

ON JAZZ
COMINGS AND GOINGS — The big band scene may not be what it was in the golden age
of the 1930s, but it is hardly dead. Take Jakl Byard, one of the great pianists of all time. A
mainstay of the Boston jazz scene for many years, Byard’s piano playing transcends all

stylistic genres. He is just as comfortable playing a strong stride beat as he is with the tone
clusters and tangential dissonance of modern jazz piano — any music from ragtime to no
time falls comfortably under his fingertips. New York concertgoers have been digging on
Byard's Apollo Stompers for some time now, as his exciting young orchestra makes ap-
pearances at clubs like Ali’s Alley, The Tin Palace and the All-Craft Coffee House
...Meanwhile drummer Mel Lewis, who used to work with the late Stan Kenton and has long

collaborated with trumpeter-arranger Thad Jones, has been holding down the regular

Monday night slot at the Village Vanguard with his hard swinging youngsters; when Mel is

away, other big bands step in, most prominently Frank Foster’s Loud Minority. Foster, an
exceptional reedman-arranger, was a mainstay of the Count Basie Orchestra for many
years. Foster’s band incorporates the propulsive swing and bluesiness of yesteryear with

carefully crafted modern arrangements. Speaking of Basie, by the time you read this the

Countwill have made a big splash at the Village Gate with the latest edition of his orchestra.

For the last few years, Basie’s recorded output has included an intriguing series of small

groups on Pablo Records, but the current orchestra swings with as much buoyancy and
enthusiasm as any big band in the world. Count Basie is entering his sixth decade (!) as an
active band leader, and his influence can be felt in every contemporary iarge ensemble.
Hats off to Count Basie, and may the seventh decade be as rewarding as the first six . . . Of
all the big bands currently on the scene, perhaps none elicits the enthusiasm of Sun Ra &
His Solar Jet Arkestra. Ra, an interplanetary citizen who was once known as Sonny Blount

in his earthly manifestation (circa Chicago, 1 940s), was a pianist for the great Fletcher Hen-
derson,then went on to lead a number of experimental ensembles in the 1950s. These large

bands evidenced the influences of Henderson. Gillespie and Tadd Dameronas well as Ra’s

own unique sonorities. During the '60s and early ’70s, Ra’s various Arkestras were ex-

plosive, free-blowing affairs, noted for exhaustive sets of pure energy and emotion. But in

recent years, he has broadened his concept to take in the full historical scene of his music,

ranging from the swing era and the high-life rhythms of Africa to synthesized electronics

and the outer reaches of group improvisation. In Europe, Sun Ra’s Arkestras are a major
concert attraction, filling theatres, arenas and stadiums with tens of thousands of

enthusiastic fans. Meanwhile, back in the USA Ra is more likely to play small clubs like the

Squat Theatre, where regular appearances over the past few months have carved out a

new audience of space travellers. His recent stint at Squat proved once again that nobody
can fire up a crowd like Sun Ra — the Arkestra cuts Funkadelic at their own game. With
brilliant organ and synthesizer work from Ra (who pioneered the use of electronic

keyboards in jazz way back in the'50s),and masterful tenor improvisations from the incom-
parable John Gillmore, and airborne trumpet work from young Michael Ray, the Arkestra

swung easily from funk, old-timey, R&B and Watusi drum ceremonies into gospel con-

vocations and swing era flagw^vers. Ra calls his concept Disco 3000, but he should call it

Disco 1938, because he gets everybody up and dancing to every genre of music, it’s in-

credible to see a small club like the Squat transformed into the Savoy Ballroom, with peo-

ple screaming and moving. Sound like fun? Well, Sun Ra will be coming into the Bottom
Line on Thursday, January 14, with Saturn records on sale in the lobby (you can pick up the

excellent Billy Jazz release "Lanquidity" in most stores). As my friend Michael Shore puts

it, “be there or be square.”

BACK ON THE SCENE — Another vital figure associated with big band music, Gil Evans,
returned to the performance scene recently, playing duets with Lee Konltz at Greene
Street. One of the most gifted orchestrators in jazz, Evans has enlivened classical settings

from Claude Thornhill to Miles Davis, with unusual voicings and instrumentations. Since

he was forced to disband his revolutionary 70s orchestra, Gil has been invisible on the New
York scene, and he has been sorely missed. But as Gil told Cash Box, he’s been relatively

active on the European concert circuit. “In 1978 I worked in Europe with an eight-piece

all have our own separate identity,” notes

Laws.

Although Laws claims to have “always

been active musically, as long as I remem-
ber," he began playing alto sax at the age of

12, receiving formal training from junior

high school until he reached college. To a

large degree, though, he was self-taught,

practicing regularly and playing in many
different types of groups as a teenager.

“I played everything from add rock to

rhythm & blues,” states Laws. “Then
! got

involved with heavy mainstream jazz in a

local group called the Lightmen in high

school.”

When Laws graduated high school he
had to pick from a number of different

scholarships, including one of three he was
to receive from the prestigious Berkelee

School of Music in Boston. He settled upon
Stephen F. Foster State University and,

later, Texas Southern for "the value of their

private instruction and personal attention.”

Laws is quick to credit his professors at

those institutions for their help in teaching

him the basics of reading and writing

music.

He left college in his junior year, though,

after he was married, “mostly because I

was bored,” packed up and left tor Los
Angeles.

Freelance Days
“I started from scratch, freelancing,"

continued Laws. “I remember one of the

high points at the time was filling in for a

tenor sax player during a three-day gig at

the Greek Theatre with Quincy Jones.”

He ended up taking on other jobs, with

Hugh Masakela for one, and even led the

horn section for Earth, Wind & Fire for

awhile. Then in 1974 he signed with Blue

Note.

At this juncture, Laws’ talent as a player

won the admiration of many of his peers in

both jazz and popular music, enough in fact

to draw the likes of Joe Sample, Ronnie
Foster, Larry “Duck” Dunn, Patrice Rushen
and Bobby Lyle, a former member of his

group, to assist him on the making of

“Every Generation.”

And the growth of his reputation recently

prompted the release of a two-year-old LP
entitled “Pressure," on which he played

tenor sax and received front cover publica-

tion credit. Musical cohorts Pat Kelley and
Barnaby Finch, who are featured on his new
LP, also assisted him on that album.

Now, Laws is preparing fora 16-city tour

west had the lowest average for $8.98 LPs
at $6.99. The southern states average shelf

price on $8.98 albums was $7.49. The
western states averaged $6.49 for the shelf

price on $7.98 albulms.

The east coast average shelf prices were
$6.49 and $7.59, ranging from $6.20 to

$6.99 ($7.98) and $6.99 to $7.99 ($8.98).

The midwest posted average shelf prices

of $6.49 and $7.49, with prices ranging from
$5.99 to $6.99 ($7.98) and $6.99 to $7.99

($8.98).

No Sales Drop
Although albums today generally cost

more throughout the country, reflecting the

list hike to $8.98, no retailers reported

significant drops in sales as a result of the

higher prices.

Ann Lieff, vice president of Miami-based
Spec's Records, said, “I thinx people are

ready to handle record price increases.

Even with the economy as it is, people still

consider records to be a good value.”

Keith Ackerling, general manager of

Chicago-based Sounds Good Records, ad-
ded, “If It’s a hit, they will buy it. People pay
very little attention to the prices. The
biggest consideration is whether the music
is good or bad.”

But Gloria Smith, chief buyer for the

Music Stop in Detroit, saw the situation a lit-

tle differently. “The customers don’t like the

prices,” she said “But if they want the

product they will buy it. I just think record

prices are getting ridiculous.”

independents have been very good to us,”

Licata said. “Mutually, it works very well.

We have been able to establish acts

through independents, and besides, the

majors have enough product to work on,

enough labels.”

High Morale
Another strength of Chrysalis is that the

philosophy behind developing strong
relationships with business partners also

extends inward to the label’s employees.
“Morale is very important in the com-

pany,” Licata stated. “The thing here is to

develop our people into management posi-

tions. We want to build our people to the

point where they have the authority to run

their areas. We want them to learn their

areas so they can develop and grow with

the company. That’s why we like to promote
from within — it’s extremely important to

give people the opportunity to grow and
give them the feeling that the company is

behind them. It’s very important to let peo-
ple know that they have a future with the

company."
A member of the management staff of

Chrysalis since January 1976, Licata him-

self has been infected with this enthusiasm
for and belief in the label and its

philosophies. “It’s been fun,” he sum-
marizes. “It’s been a lot of work, but it’s

been fun, especially when you’re seeing a

company growing every year — you’re not

going backwards, you’re going forward."

Cincinnati Bans
Festival Seating
LOS ANGELES — Festival style seating for

events at entertainment facilities or other

places of public assembly have been ban-
ned by the Cincinnati City Council in the

wake of the Dec. 3 tragedy at the Riverfront

Coliseum in which 11 persons died in the

rush to obtain seats for a concert by The
Who (Cash Box, Dec. 15).

In addition, a second ordinance passed
by the City Council will require promoters to

publicize 48 hours in advance when the

doors to an event will be opened. The or-

dinance also specified that doors must be
opened at least two hours prior to the

scheduled starting time.

The city’s ban on festival style seating

(one of the suspected causes of the Dec. 3

tragedy) will not apply to school and athletic

events, bona fide religious events or those

who obtain exemptions from the city’s

safety director.

At this time, further actions by the city are

not anticipated until the completion of

separate investigations of the tragedy by

the City Council’s Law and Public Safety

Committee, the Task Force on Crowd Con-
trol And Safety, the Police Department and
the Mayor’s Office.
